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Introduction to the Dover Edition

During the prosperous 1920s, if a middle- or upper-middle-class family wanted to have an attractive, well-designed five- to seven-room house built for themselves they had several options. One’s first inclination might be to “consult an architect,” though architects usually did not find it profitable to design small homes. But there were in fact a number of other choices, some quite economical, open to prospective home builders, thanks to the printed book. One of the most popular routes was to consult a catalog of house-plans published by one of the many mail-order plan companies, and order their plans and specifications for the preferred dwelling. Such catalogs, which provided a whole range of house designs to choose from, were often available at lumber yards and builders’ offices; they were also advertised in popular magazines. The prospective owner could then study the many designs at leisure.

Such plan catalogs were well known and of long standing. The first mail-order plans for houses seem to be those advertised by Cleaveland, Backus and Backus in their 1856 book of house designs Village and Farm Cottages. Other such volumes soon followed. Books of plans were published by Cummings and Miller in 1865; in the 1870s by George Palliser and also E. C. Hussey; in the 1880s books of house designs by R. W. Shoppell, and George F. Barber became popular. Some architects of this era, in their ads for their house plan catalogs, were perfectly forthright: “Some architects plan seventeen-story buildings, I never have; but I do draw little, cheap cottages, and beautiful ones. If you want a house, which because of its beauty will be a joy forever, send for this book. Price, 50 cents.”1

By 1898 one of the most prolific companies, the Chicago firm which became The Radford Architectural Company, was offering great numbers of appealing mail-order house plans. In the early twentieth century there were a vast number of such firms: Standard Homes Company of Washington, D.C. (beginning about 1921) and Home Builders Catalog Co., Chicago (beginning in 1926), were two of the most popular and prolific, each publishing hundreds of plans.2 The designs provided could be for frame, for face brick (on frame construction), solid brick, or concrete dwellings.

Jens Pedersen of St. Paul, Minnesota, published his Practical Homes catalog of “90 designs of moderately priced homes,” in 1929. His was part of this legion of mail-order plan companies catering to a national audience. Pedersen had been issuing such catalogs for several years; the 1922–23 edition of Practical Homes contained 55 designs. He is listed in city directories into the late 1930s.3 (He also seems to have been linked to other publications related to building.)4

House plans like these in Pedersen’s Practical Homes catalog were extremely popular. But where did he, and other such companies, get their plans? One source would have been the various building materials organizations. These organizations, to encourage homeowners and builders to use their specific product, frequently sponsored competitions for house designs, and published countless catalogs of the resulting designs (whose plans could be ordered by mail) themselves—or contributed the results quietly to house-plan companies. For example, The Association of American Portland Cement (Philadelphia) held such a competition in 1907; in a 1910 house plan catalog the Building Brick Association of America states that the plans were “a selection from more than 800 drawings submitted in a competition,” and their plan catalog of 1912 drew its designs from 666 entries in a competition. Almost every building-trade organization of the day held competitions for house designs of various sizes, as mentioned in their house plan catalogs, for example: National Fire Proofing Co., Philadelphia, 1912; Hydraulic-Press Brick Co., St. Louis, 1914; American Face Brick Association, Chicago, 1920; United States Gypsum Co., Chicago, 1925; California Redwood Association, San Francisco, 1925; Weyerhaeuser Forest Products, St. Paul, 1926. From their catalogs one could purchase low-priced plans and specifications of the houses illustrated—featuring their particular product, of course.5

Sometimes house-plan competitions were sponsored by newspapers, such as the Chicago Tribune, which held a national competition6 for house plans in 1926, and in 1927 published a handsome volume of 99 skillfully-drawn designs, for five- and six-room houses, that could be built for about $7,500—a fairly substantial sum in those days, but affordable to middle- and upper-middle families.7

What is interesting to discover is that Jens Pedersen’s plan business seems not to have been a large company, but rather to have been the work of one man, not a stable of designers or architects (as with Radford). Pedersen was not even an architect,8 but rather a “civil engineer”—his occupation as listed in the 1926 St. Paul city directory. Although the title page of his catalog states that he was the “publisher and designer,” the latter term might have applied only to the layout of the catalog! Besides building-supply firms design departments, where might Pedersen have obtained these attractive, and consistently presented, designs, if he did not have his own architects preparing them? A possible explanation for this is suggested by the front matter in the 1927 edition of the Chicago Home Builders Catalog (page 633): The editors state that the catalog was produced “by the same men who for 12 years have conducted the Architectural & Publicity Bureau—the Bureau whose plan service is used by eleven of the leading Retail Lumber Associations of America.” Thus there was at least one major trade group (not just the various building supply companies themselves) that prepared and shared these house plans—and over the years could develop small house plans that were nearly perfect in style, design, and appeal. It must have been from such a group that Pedersen obtained his designs.

The 1929 Practical Homes is a very attractive publication. Each of the 90 house designs, from a nine-room Foursquare to a five-room “artistic bungalow,” is illustrated in color; and though there are no interior views (the 1922-23 edition had two), each design has a clear floor plan for each story. These are all up-to-date, popular styles of the day. The most common, with forty examples, were one-story bungalows of various types, and “semi-bungalows” (a one-story effect, but with prominent dormer);9 twenty-nine houses are inspired by English models (“English Cottage,” “English Colonial,” “English bunglow,” etc.). Interestingly enough for a company in Minnesota, the next most frequent type, with ten examples, was Spanish (Southwest American) styles (“Spanish type bungalow,” “Spanish Square type”); “Dutch Colonial” was represented by four designs, with a smattering of other types (“California-style bungalow,” “Japanese effect bungalow,”) and two duplex dwellings. The prices for plans depended of course on the size of the house; twenty-seven plans sold for $15, eighteen for $17.50, and sixteen for $20, with the remainder from $37.50 to $10.

The “plan number” given for each of the 90 illustrated designs ranges from 1 to 381; in the 1922-23 edition (with 55 designs) they ranged from 1 to 400; clearly Pedersen had a “master catalog” of at least 400 house designs he was selecting from, choosing those he felt would appeal most to his audience.10 (Only 15 designs in this catalog are repeats from the 1922-23 issue.) He chose a good variety of attractive homes, comparable to what can be found in other catalogs of this period. A couple dozen of them are indeed very similar to designs offered by major companies of the day. For example, in perusing the 1925 Standard Homes Company catalog we can see that Pedersen’s design no. 2 finds a comparable model in their home on p. 83; no. 9 on p. 76; no. 58 on p. 75; no. 104 on p. 100; no. 146 on p. 97; and no. 154 on p. 85. (Please turn to the inside back cover to view three examples.) Other parallels can be found in the huge 1927 Home Builders Catalog11 where Pedersen’s design no. 1 has its parallel on p. 1149; no. 42 on p. 805; no. 62 on p. 650; no. 108 on p. 661; and no. 381 on p. 1033.

Now that Pedersen’s handsome catalog is reprinted, hopefully homeowners and researchers will locate actual examples of dwellings built following these attractive designs.

Quoted in an article by C. H. Blackall, “The Wholesale Architect as an Educator,” American Architect and Building News, Nov. 3, 1894, p. 44. As Blackall noted, “It is hardly possible to turn through the advertising papers or any magazine or newspaper of note without finding frequent advertisements of building plans.”

The Standard Homes Company 1925 catalog, Better Homes at Lower Cost: 101 Modern Home Standardized (i.e., using standard length of lumber where possible, to save costs), was reprinted by Dover Publications in 1999 as 101 Classic Homes of the Twenties (ISBN 0-486-40731-4). The listed “publisher,” Harris, McHenry & Baker Co. of Elmira, N.Y., was just the lumber company, who had their name imprinted on the front of the copy used for the reprint.

Pedersen was not the only St. Paul pattern-book publisher. Charles W. Battley’s Plan Service Company issued a series of catalogs entitled Ideal Homes from the 1920s into the 1940s. One edition was reprinted by Dover Publications in 2010 (ISBN 0-486-47255-8).

Although his name does not appear on the title page, the copyright page, or the editorial page, Jens Pedersen seems to be linked to an unusual series of volumes entitled The HoltBidders Instructions (Minneapolis: Holtbid Service Co., 1925) in 17 parts (each about 30 pages long)—a system for accurately bidding on all manner of construction, established about 1915 by A. W. Holt. My thanks to Barbara Bezat of the Northwest Architectural Archives, University of Minnesota (which holds the volumes), for this information.

These trade-company house plans were spread about widely—not just in their own publications. The Home Owners Institute’s Book of a Thousand Homes (New York: 1927) states (in their acknowledgements, p. 5) that trade organizations “which have co-operated in supplying plans include: American Face Brick Association, Portland Cement Association, Common Brick Manufacturers Association of the United States, The Curtis Companies, Hollow Building Tile Manufacturers Association, National Lumber Manufacturers Association, Associated Metal Lath Manufacturers, Long Bell Lumber Company, and Lehigh Portland Cement Company.”

The Tribune competition received entries from all over the country: California, Connecticut, Florida, Illinois, Indiana, Maine, Massachusetts, Michigan, Missouri, New Jersey, New York, North Carolina, North Dakota, Ohio, Oregon, Pennsylvania, Washington, and Wisconsin. The Tribune book was reprinted by Dover Publications in 2008 as Elegant Small Homes of the Twenties: 99 Designs from a Competition (ISBN 0-486-46910-7).

At first glance this seems like a preposterously low amount for a house, but because of inflation, and the great rise in Americans’ standard of living, the dollar in those days was obviously “worth more” than today. For example (drawing from a 1926 National Geographic—the year that the competition was advertised) we find that a four-door Dodge sedan cost $895 to $995; a Chrysler was $1,395 to $1,895; and a Cadillac cost $2,995. Though naturally automotive amenities are different today, multiplying by 12 gives a rough idea of current costs; thus the $7,500 house would be about $90,000 today. Only the three prize-winning designs were available in cheap mail-order plans from the Tribune; for all others the reader would have to write to the designing architect (whose address was included with their drawings).

Pedersen is not listed in the American Institute of Architects online “AIA Historical Directory of American Architects” (1857-1978), nor in Alan K. Lathrop’s Minnesota Architects: A Biographical Dictionary (Minneapolis: University of Minnesota Press, 2010).

Today this type of house—a one-and-a-half-story dwelling with a transverse gable and a low-swooped roof over front porch, and one prominent roof dormer-should best be called a Stickley Bungalow, after the New York State designer who first published this type in his The Craftsman magazine in Feb. 1905.

Pedersen’s catalogs seem to have a wide distribution, however: the copy used for this reprint is stamped with the name of a “real estate and financial agent” (insurance) in Victoria, British Columbia, nearly 1,500 miles to the west.

Interestingly enough, Pedersen’s own impressive six-bay house at 1865 Summit Ave., St. Paul (with porte-cochere to the left and one-story “sun room” at the right) still stands, and, with its prominent red tile roof, looks rather like three of the offerings in his 1922-23 catalog: designs 39 and 127 (“Southern California Style”), and no. 51 (“De Luxe Southern California style”). None of these are repeated in the current catalog however. My thanks to Amelia Gazlay for photographing the Pedersen house for me. His office in downtown St. Paul was in the Globe Building, a rather fancy late-nineteenth-century four-story block on West Fourth St.

This hefty catalog not only has 604 house designs (plus 12 summer cottages, 20 duplex dwellings, and 57 garages), but also a 492-page section on building materials and products (representing 404 manufacturers or firms, all fully indexed) and a 50-page discussion on “small home architecture” and planning. I have found a number of houses directly made from their plans; 1927 was their second edition.
