Shewed in the Firft Partof the l’raﬁ!ir{f] of Ger-
many, the way whereby Wood may be concen-
trated and turned into excellent Nitre,and which

otherwile is every where for the moft part con-

famed by lying rotng in the Woods, and yiclds
nobenefit at all unto any Man. .

This Operation is to be donc with the help of acer-
tain Prefs artificially contrived for that particular.bu-
finefs,the duc (or right) defcription of which,we gave
von in the Coutrmation of Miraculnm Mngs. But
the circulatory Vellcls by which the Ligiviam of .the
wood (or the diftilled Liquor out of the wood) is to be
excited and heated by the Air;have not as yet beende-
fcribed ; and therefore we have determined to.do it in
this Third Part. This Figure therefore reprefents
them, andits ufc; and is as follows ) .

. There muft;be two. Boxes {as ’wwere) made of
Boards, each of them of likebigngfs and capacity, as
the Figure (or Letter) A fhews. Thefe Boxes arc
be fo placed, that a Vellel may be fet under one end o
cach Box» to receive in it (if need be) the Lixiyium
poured into them : Letone of the Boxes or, Veflels be
filled zop full of Horfe-dung, Hens, or Pigeons:dung 3
orelfe with the Leaves of the Trees, amongft which
Fir-tree Leaves are beft ; then pour thereupon fo much
of this Lixivium which we fhall make a defcription of
by and by, fo muchasmay fufficeto moiften the Dung
or Leaves contained in the Box or Veflel, and alittle
toover-top it. The nextday (after you have fodone)
when you judge that all the matter is throughly wet-
ted, let the Lixivium run out by a Tap, the which faid
Lixivium you muft pour into the other Boxfilled with
the Jike matcers, and which ftands jult againft it Let
thefe things ftand thus wetted for, fome days; In the
meantime, the matter contained in the firlt Box,grows
hot, and the ufclefs muitture being moft plentifully re:
folved into Vapours out of the Lixivium, the faid
matter doth daily get more and more efficacy. As
Jong as you obferve the heatof this Box to continue,
and the evaporation of moifture to laft, fo.long muft
it be left in the fame pofiture whereby the Lixivium,
thus poured on, may by its notable power confume and
diffolve the Dung, or the other matters contained in
the Box, and tuen them into Water.. And here you
areto obferve this direction, You muft always put in
new inatter inflead of that which is wrned into Li-
?uor, and fo one Box may be always at all times kept
ull of the miatters. But now when your materials be:
ing pot in the firft Box, begin to cool, the Lixivium
which now lies in the fecond Box or Veflel, muft be
poured upon the matters yet warm, in the firt Box,
that fo it may again contract a heat thence-from by
ljtcle and lictle, and fo may dillolve thofe matters.
And now whillt thefe things are thus detained in the
filt Box or Veffel, the matcrials that are in like
‘manner put in the fecond Box do heat each other, and
the uuprofitable Phlegmn evaporateth: Nowas long as
this fecond Box vaporateth,the Lixivium maft not be
drawn out of the firit Box and be poured thereinto,bit
21l the matters are to be left to heat or burn (as it
were ) themfelves. And when you perccive that the
materials cool, then the Lixiviom muft be drawn off
from the matters in the firlt Box, and be poured upon
them in the fecond Box 5 and hereby the matters con-
ained in che firlt Boxwill again wax hot, be burnt;and

blefome, for there is nothing more required but that
the Lixivium be feveral times pourcd out of one Box
into the other.

NB. There are yet, befides the other aforenamed

feveral forts of matters that offer themfelves, out of
which, Salt-petre may be made by the help of the
Boxes,& a duc Lixivium far fpeedilicr & plentifullier ;
but 1 judgeit not needful todivulge every thing : Like-
wife there may be made a convenientLiXivium to pre-
pare Salt- petre fooner, by and after another manner,
towit, in adry form, without fuch putrifying as is
donc in the Boxes ot Circulatories 5 but even this Ar-
tifice too, will I referve yet a little longer for my
Friends.
. Nay yet more, there may be (by a yet fecreterand
fhorter method) excellent Salt-petre extracted by the
‘means of fuch a Lixivium in three hours fpace, and
that with moft great profic: And this way of prépar-
ing Salt-petre, 1 do preferr before all the others, and
have found it the molt excellent (Petre) of thei all.

M Ake you a ftrong Lixivium of Wood-afhes, and

when you burn the unprofitable Wood in the
Woods into alhes, make by the fame labour of your
Firc fome good Lime of ftoncs fit for fuch a purpofe 3
Then quench thisCalx or Lime with Water, that fo
it may fall into powder, then pour thereon as much of
the Lee of the Wood-afhes now fpoken cff, as is fofti-
cicnt, mixt it with a wooden Spatila, and repeat this
mixing and ftirring it very often, fome days following,
that o the Lee may be made the ftronger by reafon of
the Lime, and be like Fire, the which has an excellent
virtue to putrefy the vegetables and animals, and to
turn them intcburning Salt-petre.

But now that the certainty of the thing may be the
more apparent, and that no body may think it a fable,
that Sale-petre may be extracted out of ftones, we will
ew fome placesin which Salt-Petre lies in the ftones
-amolt pienteous mcner : And although that there
arc lundry foch places that offer themfelves unto us,
where the ftones contain Salt-petre in them, we will
demonitrate the verity of this in thofe places we have
lived in, for ’cis impofTible for us exprefly to pronounce
fuch or fuch a Mountain in this or that Country full of
salt-Petre, which places we never faw. ’Tis not
given us to fearch all places of the Earth, but_fuch
places as we have fecn and come to, we have left but
few things in them untoucht, whofe nature we have
not throughly examined.

Therefore for Examples fake, we will take fome
vt out of our own Couatry, and exhibit or fhew unto
all en, thofe ftones which are therein found to parti-
cipate of Salt-petre; any one that is ftudious in thefe
affairs may’ do the fame in other places, and make a
diligent inquiry into them, and he will find that almoft
all Mountains are filled therewith, and yctis known to
none or at leaft-wife to but a very few. In Francia,
(orFranconia) and indeed at Kitzing where [ dwelt be-
fore | came to Halland, L oftenwent into the Field in
clear weather, with an intent to fearch out Minerals,
and although that fundry Men ignorant of (fuch) bufi-
neffes, do :eport that there are notany Minerals atall
tobe found in Eranconia, and that never any Veins of
Gold or any other Meral have been found there, be-
caufe all the Inhabitants do live contentedly with the
plentiful provenue of Wine and Corn ; nor do they
Iabour about finding out any other Treafures (for there
isnot any Country in all Germanyin which is gathered
more abundance of Wine, and of a better fort, than in
Franconia aforefaid ; which gathering of Wine is tobe
accompted to the Franks or Frarconians inftead of
Mine-pits, and yield them imployment enough) yet
neverthelefs forafmuch as my mind was ever begt
that way, and I was naturally inclined to fearch very
inwardly into thofe things which offer themfelvesunto
us, amongft the wonderful works of the molft great
and glorious God, 1 could not omit the vifiting fuch
places, which feemed to all Men asunfit for bringing
forth Minerals, and which were judged to be clearly
void of the fame, as being willing to try whether or
10 fome things that others knew not of might not
offer themfelves unto me. Nor was my hopes in vain,
for I found far more than my expectation was, and
ifneceflity required I could thew thofe very places.

But forafmuch as I have propofed to my felf, here
to thew fuch places only in which Salt-petre may be
plentifully made, I will at this time pafs by the other
Minerals in filence: Yet fo, as not wholly to leave
fuch things, as offer themfelves in the way, untoucht.

commodious for thofe that by reaforof fome difeafe
fhould come unto this place for the fake of walliing
their fick bodies ; and there are abundance known to
come, that are ill, inthe Summer time, from places far
remote ; feveral of themtoo by a due ufing this Bath
arereftored to their former health.

They know not any other ufe of thefe nitrous
Fountains than what is aforefaid; whereas if they
did but know how to add fome Virtues to the faid
waters by thebenefitofthe Juice of the wood, of which' -
thereis great ftore in that place, they would find by:
the ufe of them then, many wonderful effects in the
curing of Dilfcafes. '

Being therefore earneftly intent upon the fearch.
hereof, viz. from whence thefe nitrous Waters fhould’
chiefly proceed, I found that the Mountain nigh that
place, extending it felf for fome miles, was every
where full of Salt-petre, and that itftuck in the Rocks
themfelves, out of which whatfoever ison the Moun=
tain grew. 1 did therefore diligently fearch out,
what condition thofe Stones wre of, which the work=
men dig’d out in thefe places; and I knew that there
wasa great quantity of Salt- petre contairied in them,
infomuch, that as many Mountains as here (abouts)
feem to be replenifhed with the fame: Nay more, if
you fhall break one or two of thofe Stones with which
the Houfes of the Village of Coffel are built, you fhall
find every where in them abundance of Salt-petre.
[ went to vifit the placeit felf where thofe Stones are
digged out;, but found not any Salt-petre among the
digging, becaufe the Air had not.as yet difplaied its
Virtues thercupon: But I obferved that in thofe
ftones expofed a while to the Air, there wasplenty of
Salt-petre. He that would feeitwith his own Eyes,
 let him go into any Houfe of thie Coffe! Village, whofc
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Walls are of ancieat ltanding, and he fall find that
there is abundance of Salt-petrein thofe ftones, and
withal, that the Pillars belonging to the Bath-houfe do
yearly wax lefs, for as much as fcalings of the thick-
nefs of the back of a Knife do fill fall off, by the power
of the feparated Salt:petre, asI have often very ac-
curatcly and curioufly obferved. If the Earls or

old Walls, and they feat themfelves chiefcft of all on
thofe aforefaid ftones.  They are not all venemous as
the common houfe Spiders are, and therefore the
Children do gather them, and are much delighted
wish them. Now they fticking on to the fofter fan-
difh ftones do moft certainly demonftrate that Sale:
petre is contained in them ; for tis that which they
are nourithed with, and conferve their life by, and this
[ was willing to fignify unto you. But put cafe that
that no fuch nicrous ftones werc to be found, yet how:

Salt:petre of the common Lime-making ftones,and of
them thereis every where plentyenough, if they are cal:
cined by the benefit of Wood, and made nitrous with

* Befides this too, we have known Marble and Alaba-
fter digg’d out hence, and yetit has not been very du-
rable, fpr itbecomes nitrous after it hath lain expofed
a whileto the Air, and falls to powder,and yields plens
ty of Salt-petre, were it but rightly. managed, for
there’s no want of Wood here.

There is yet moreover found in the faid Mountain
another Caftle which is called Swansburg, and belongs
£o the BiMoprick of Wartzburg where the Soldiers did
heretoforc ufethe Metallick Rods, to fearch after,and
to fee if they could find (by the ufing them) fome Trea-
fures ; and they tried whether or no (the Caftle be-
ingburnt by the occafion of the War ) any fuch Trea-
fures layany where hidden. What they found I do
niot yet know : But this I know, that the faid Rods
did thew'good Metal tobeevery where (thereabouts)
The which thing gave occafion of explaining or un-
folding the faid matter in its proper places. Befides
this, they digged up nothing elfe but fuch ni-
trous ftones for fome fathoms depth. I once viewed
this place, and found that the ftones extracted fome
years afore out of this Mountain werealtogether brit-
tle, and is amanifeft token that the whole Mountain is
filPd with Salt-petre.

There is befides this Mountain, another nitrous one
thiat I know of, of the like condition in the mid-way
“twist Kiezing and Wernfeld(acd is about a miles di-
ftance from Carlffads) but that whichis here had, dif-
fers from the former in this, wiz. that the ftones
which it exhibitsarc of ared colour, nor are they fo
much impregnated with Salt-petre, as thofe of K-
zing aforefaid, for they are richer in Pctre,and are of
amore afhy colour.

What fhall I fay of the Calcined faces of Zartar
whichare yearly gathered up and thrown away in valt
quantities, in all that tract which lies on the Ri-
ver Mhenc, between Bamberg and Franchfort, whercas
notwithftanding fome hundreds of hundreds weight
of Salt-petre might be extracted thence-from, did
they but mind it. ~ For whatfoever Tartar is therein
contained, is all of it Salt-petre when ’tis duly boiled
with aLixivium of Lime, and being hence ftrained,
and a fufficient evaporation made, it be fet by to Chry-
ftallize. For it attracts the foul after a magnetick
manner, which Operationif rightly inftituted, there
may be prepared thence:from a moft inflammable nitre
i%reedays fpace; the which is likewilcof far greater
prBfic than the getting out the Tartar by the help of 2
Prefs, and with a great deal of labour 3 or elfe than
the making Potafhes, as we fee ufually done.

Befides too, there are found other ftones that being
burnt do yield abundance of Salt-petre,fuch a are the
Tophi (or foft fandy ftones) which may be abundant-
ly gathered near Tviefelfbesn, which isa Monatery fi-
tuate on the Mhene, and in other places of Germany
they make even whole Mountains : So that it is evi-
dentthat there is no where any want of convenient
matter to gather Salt-petre from, if Men woold but
fet their hands to the work.  Thefe ftones are obvi-
ous unto all; and who knows what Treafures the
Waods (which we do not at all fearch into) abound
withal 2 Would time permit me [ could fhew that va-
rious kinds of Metals arc conferved in the Mountains
fitvate between Kirzing and Franchfort, and efpeci-
ally in the Spefbardenfine (Mountains ) the difclofing of
wfhich, fome other more commodious place will admit
of.

AND FIRST

By what means a Lixivium is to be made ont of a Nitrous Earth,

F you are minded to make a Lixivium of fuch an
Earth, dig itasdeep as you fhall find by proving
it to be either good or naught, efpecially if you
intend to make it in great quantity, and keep it

inadry place. Then take care to have fome great
wooden Tubs, or Veflels made, o large, that each
of them may hold about fome ten Wheel-barrows
full of the Earth, and whereby you may be able to
prepare Lixivium enough, anfwerable to the work
you have propofed to your felf to do, andtothe big-
nefsof your Copper. Now therearc commonly re-
quired for fuch a work,to one Copper Pan that weighs
two hundred weight, eight Wooden Veflels which
are to be placed in fiich order, that on each fide there
may [tand four in a row,oppolfite to each other. Thefe
fame 1 ubs are tobe fo far diftant from the next Col-
lateral Veflels, as is requifite for the Wheel-Barrow
wherein the Earth is brought to come between : Yea,
and it is neceffary that there be half an EIPs fpace be-
twixt the faid Tubs and the Earth, or Ground, it felf,
whereon they are placed.  Likewife, each of the Vef:
fels, or Tubs, muft have a hole in the fore-part, and
towards the bottom thereof, fit to put in a Plug (or
Tap) at : Then finally,there muft be put under thofe
Plugs, along Veflel like a Channel-pipe, which may
receive in it the Lixivium running out of the Tubs,
and may guideit along into a peculiar Wooden Vef
fel, as into a common Store-houfe fet in the Earth
hollowed for that purpofes to receive the faid Lee

All your Tubs being thus rightly ordered, put in
upon every Tubs bottom another (falfe) wooden
bottom, perforated with many Holes, and let it lie
two Fingers breadth diftant from the true bottom:
Upon this (falfe) bottom lay yet another made of
Bull-rufhes, or your finall fort of Reeds which grow
plentifully in Ditches about the thicknefs of a quarter
of an Ell: In wantof thele Reeds throw in upon the
aforementioned perforated bottom, the quantity of
aSpan (thick) of Chopt Hay, or Straw, laying fome
very thinboards thereon, that fo it may not be_fcat-
tered (or float) abroad. And your Veffels arc made
compleatly ready.

Now then, putof the Earth you have alrcady tri-

they can hold, yet with this Caution, That the top
part of your Velfc) be empty a Spans heighth.  And

obferve this, that if you can get fome old athes of

the Curriers, or Soap-boilers, as much of it as two
or three Wheel-barrows will carry, it muft be put in

upon the topmoft (made) bottom of the Tub, afo
the Earth, but now fpoken of, be putin. At éhertor;
of theearth, Idy a Cover made of I'wigs,(or Withes)
and faften it with a wooden fick at the topof the
carth. This done, pour common water upon the
earth contained in the Veflel, an Hands breadth in
heighth, foas that it may rather touch (or be poured)
onthe Twigs, than the Earth it felf, leaft the faid
carth become unequal thereby, and hollowed in feve:

parated, that fo it may extrat the refidue of the Li*

inftead of fimple water; for it oftentimes doth
even yet contain a great deal of Nitre, infomuch,
that you may fometimes extract out of an hundred
weight thereof, three or four pound of Nitre,

This Extrattion being finifhed, take out the unpro-
fitable earth out of the Vellel, and put in news; and
continve the Operation, after the aforefaid manner,
reiterating it fo long, and fo often, until you have
gotten ftore enough of the Lixivium, that the work
of boiling be not intermitted for want of Lixivium.

Belides, there muft be fome Wooden Veffel placed
at the upper part of the Copper which this Lixiviom
isboiled in, outof which may run fo much Lixivium
into the Copper as is wafted away by boiling, that fo
there may be ftill kept the fame order of boiling, and
the fame quantity of Lixivium in the Copper.  This
boiling is to be on this wife continued, until a Cente-
nary, or hundred weight of Ligivium in the Coppery
yiclds according to the lefs aflay (or weight) twenty

five pounds of Nitre ; and this may be done in two
Days, and one Night.

or threedrops on acold Iron,or on a Polifhd Plate of
Iron, and if it ftands, or grows hard; that is, if
when you turn the Iron up and down, it docs not run
(or flow) down, thefe arc figns of the fitnels of your
Liquors Cryftallization. Orelfe, youmay put fom
of the Lixiviumin a Brafs Velflel, and fet it in cold
water, and fo you fhall fee whether the Liquor be fic-
ted enough to Cryftallize ; for afloon as ever the Lixj-
vium fhall be cold, there will be plenty of Salt-petre
generated : Nay, even the very Brafs Spoon it felf
denotes the goodnefs of the Liquor, it beingput into
the Liquor, and again taken out, it will thow it ftick:
ing onit, asif itwere Oil.

Out of aCentenary, or hundred weight of Liquor
thus perfectly prepared, there will procced more
than feventy pound of Salt-petre.

The way of rightly ufing the Liquor for the Gene-
rating of amore Crude Salt-petre,

POur your Liquor prepared after the afore-
fhown manner, out of the Copperinto a narrow
Tub, or Vellel, made of Firr, or Pine-tree wood;
wherein let it remain quiet, till it be a little refrigera-
ted,andthe muddinefs,or flimynefS[ LixusJappear,and
you find that the falt fticks onin Granes to the fides of
the Veffel ; nowwhen you perceive your Lixivium fo
cooled, as that you can put your finger thereinto
without burning, pull out the Plug, wherewith an holg
made inthis long Veflel, abouta fpan’s heighth from
the bottom, was fhut, or ftopt, and fo let the Liquor
run forth, into very great Wooden Veflels, and deep,
purpofely made for fuch a bufinefs 3 or elfe into Cop-
per Pans, buricd almoft (up to their Necks) in the
earth, (for the cooler the placeis, which they ftand
in, fo much the better, and themore plenty of Salt-
petre is gathered, and Cryftallizeth) and you will find
that your crude Salt-petre will fhoot therein, the
thicknefsof almoft two fingers breadth, partly of a
whitifh colour, partly yellow, and partly blackith.

After that this boil’d Liquor hath ftood for two
days, and fo many nights in the Vellel, the Lixiviom
of the Salt-petre which fwimsat top, muft be taken
away, which you may mix with the ftrong Lixivium,
and pour a fecond time upon Afhes, for elfe the Lixi-
vium will contratt too much fatnefs, and there
will be no Salt generated.

Sometimes it happens, that when the Athes are not
good, there’s no falt atall gathered in the Liquor, in
which cafe there is no prefenter Remedy, than to mix
fucha Lixivium ftronger than s fit, with another, and
fo pour it againupon new, and good Afhes, and then
let the boiling be again perfected after theafore-pre-
feribed manrier. L

Likewife, when in the boiling you find the Lixivi-
um very muddy, whereby the Collection of the Salt

Hen all thefe things are thus done, and the
Lixivium that fwims at the top of the Salt-
petrc is taken away, lift up thofe Vellels, or Brafs
Pans, containing that falt, and turn them up and
down in fome convenient place, that fo the refidue of
the Lixivium, that lies as yet in them may flow, or
run clearly out, into another Veffel fet thereunder.
This done, take the Salt-petre out of the Cool-
ers, orout of the Coppers (or Brafs Pans) with an
Iron Spatula, or rather with fuch an Inftrument as
your Plafterersufe (eine telle, a Truel) and putit in

which if you find to be, (for indeed, the Salt-petrc
it felf is not fo very cafily diffolved, nor doth its be-
ing admixt ina more copious manuer, at all bencfit the
Lixivium ) takeit forth with a Spoon, (or Ladlc.)

Thisdone, feparate the Scum {wimming at topof
the boiling water, thenhavercady a Brafs Vellel that
will hold about 3;./s.of Liquor,fill it half full with the
Lixiviom, fer the Veflel in cold water to cool, and
you fhall find your Nitre prefently to Cryftallize, or
fhoot therein.

Hereby may you try whether your Purgative water
be ftrong enough, or not; for if it be ftronger than
isfit, you willfind a little skin fpread it felf over the
matter contained in the Vellel, and when it comes to
be fo, add thereunto more hot water, keeping the
fire in that degree of heat, as may fuffice to kecp the
water contained in the Copper, gently boiling.

Now when you have kept it thus boiling for fome
feafon, try the goodnefs of your water again, after
the aforefaid manner; and if you fhall find a Cry-
ftallization therein, and no Concretion, or heaping-
together, leaving a gaping, or chap in the midft, the
bufinefs is well done; but if it be otherwifc (than
thus well done) fothat it be wholly fhut in (or gathers
a skin all over) at top, pour on hot water, until your
?/Igdtters come to fucceed after the manner afore:
aid. N

Thenafterall this, take of the beft Wine Vinegar,
about one pound thereof, and pour it into the faid
water, and you will prefently fee a blackifh fpume,
or filth arife in plenty at the top thereof, and when
you have left it fo a while, itmay be eafily taken off,
becaufe of the thicknefs it contrats.

The-boiling being yet a while longer continucd,
pour in the fame quantity of Vinegar again, and di-
ligently feparate theScum as afore: This pouring on
of Vinegar; and feparating of the Scum, may bc re-
peated yet a third time, and oftner, whereby the
purgatory water may be made altogether pure, and
that thereappears not any more fpume.

Whenall this is done,caft in upon this water twoor
three Ounces of Burnt:Alum, moft finely powdered,
ftir all well with a Spatula, whereby the Salt-petre

a Tub that has a hole in the bottom thereof, that fo
the Lixivium may be perfectly feparated therefrom.
They that fell that crude Salt-petre, and not at all pu:
tified, for the Salt-petre Boilers, do pour thercon |
pure (orclear) Well-water, by the means of which,
itis made more white, that whichis thencefrom fepa-
rated they do again mix with other ftronger Lixivium
and fo boil it up for the following ufe.

But if you have a mind to purifi this crude Nitre
from its falt, and all its Impurities, that it may be
rendred fair, and white, youare to proceed this fol-
lowing way :

Takealmoft as much Well-water as is fufficient for
the diffolution of theSalt:petre, put it in the purifying
Copper Veffel, firft cleaned with water, and dried
witha cloth, and put the fire under it, and make it
moft exceeding hot, then throw in your Salt-petre
bylittle and little, and in pieces, continually ftirring
the Salt-petre that fticks at the bottom witha fpoon,
that it may be the eafier, and fooner diffolved ; this
only is tobe obferved, that there is required a more
gentle fire, while the Salt:petre is caft into the Cop-
per, fo as the water may be kept always hot.
Whenall the Salt-petre is almoft diffolved in the wa-
ter, promote the boiling thereof, by augmenting the
fire, then tryif there be any faltina (biggif) grofs

form, refiding in the bottom of the Copper Veffel,

may fhoot into longer Cryftals.

Then after this, pour out the purgatory water in-
to the aforementioned deep Veflels, and cover them
over with Linen Cloths, that the Liquor cool not.
Let it ftand thus onc hour or two at moft, and a yel-
low flime will fettle to the bottom : Then let the wa-
ter while it is yet warm flow out hence, into other
Veflels made of wood, and efpecially of Elm, and
which are large enough; or elfe, you may let it run
into Copper Pans fet deep in the Earth, for the better
coolings fake, which cover over very ncatly with
Cloths, that {o the Cryltallization may begin from
the bottom, and not at the upper part, as we fec it
wont to happen, where it is not kept by Coverings
from the External cold : And we alfo obferve therein
too, that the Cryftals fhoot not into that length, as
when the Cryftallization begins from the bottom.

Let them ftand thus for two or three days, until you
fee no more Cryftals generated, which you may on
this wife try.

Put fome of the Lixivium in your (little) proba-
tory Veflel, wherein, if you find that there are no
more Cryftals generated, you may take out the reft
of the Lixivium : Then take out the Petre with an
Iron Spatula (or Truel) and put it into a Velfel that
is full of holes in the bottom, that foall the Lixiviom
may be the better feparated therefrom. And you fhall

have
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have your Salt-petre pure and white, and freed from
its Salt. :

Forafmuchas the Lixivinm here feparated hath as
vet fome {altnefs init, it may be mixed with other
itrong Lixivivm to be(agem)boil’d up,for the producti-
on of the Crude Salt-petre is ufually holpen forward
there-withal.

Some there are that for the better purifying the
Petre, do put Calx vive in together (with ic) whercby
the water becomes moft white like Milk, and the Salt-

petre gets a greater fairnefs.

You mult withal obferve that during the time that
the purifying water is contained in the Copper, your
fire mult be moft gentle, lealt by overmuch boils
ing you get fome damage, for a little fire is a-
bie eafily to caufe (a too vehement) ebullition, _anfi
when it has got ftrength (or the ftart of you) it is
hardly allayed again.  The fcum which you take of
from it you may pour uponalhes as if it werea Lixivi-
ums that fo nothing (from whence any profit can be
hoped for) may be loft.

There is fomctimes feen to ftick to the bottom of the

Copper (efpecially when it is ufed about many boil-
ings) a certainltony and hard fubftance like Tartar,
which unlefs it be taken away, your Copper will cafily
fuffer damage under that fame matcer and be
burnt. .
The earth and afhes left, after the weak Lixiviom
(hath patt through them) are to be laid up in fome
convenient place, and there kepe for four years or
more, that {o they may be again apt to yield a-new
more Lixivium by extraction; which, that it may be
the better and eafier done, there muft be madein them
(many wecks afore they are wronght upon) by digging
fome Pits or Gutters, that fo they maybe freed by
the heat of the Sun from that moiftare wherewith they
as yet abound. Nor dothe ancients fo much wander
from the Truth in that they fuppofe it much better
4nd more profitable to keepall the earth under a roof
or fhed, and that ic will be far fooner reduced unto
a fitting goodnefs, than to lic open to the weather, for
snuch of the Salt-perre is corrupted (or fpoiled) with
an abundance of moifture,efpecially with the Rain it
felf: Forit needs only a little wetting whereby it may
be generated, and estreamly fhuns, or is injured by
too much moifture. .

Befidesthefc ways, there are many that mix with
this carth that is yet contained in the Tub the Saw-
duft of Firr, or fome other Wood (the height of )
a Eingers Jength (onit): And they, perfwade that
Salt-petre is allo generated and multplied from that
fatnefs which is mixed with the Saw-duft, and that
the carth prepared on this wife can be fo changed ina
years fpace (foit be kepinadry place) that it may be
again madeufe of asafore. Yeaand they fuppofe too
that they can do much here, if they pour upon fuch a
barren (or lean) earth, thus lying in a dry place, the
reliques or remains of the dyes, which the Dyers are
otherwile wont to throw away, and evident it is that
they are aluminous, but yet not fo frequently.

Befides fuch waters of the Dyers they are wont alfo
to mix foot with their earth, (yea and the afhes too of
which Lawndrefles do commonly make their Lees )
that foit may be made the more fruitfuland may be
the fooner brought to ufe.

This only is to be noted, that there are fometimes
found earths that givea thick black Lec, which being
ufed by it felf is to fat, to whichis to be addeda
leaner ad dryer earth, that fo the Salt-petre may be
the better and more plentifully gencrated.

The way therefore how, and the inftruments by
which crude Salt-petresis purifyed, is fhown by the
6 and 8 Figure (in Lazarus Ercker,s Book 1 think
he means.)

The manner of puriMing the grofs and blackifb
Salc that comes out of the Salt petre,

The Copper being well cleanced fill it with moft
clear Well-water, put fire under it and make it boil,
throw in the faid Salt by times (not all at once)into the
boiling water, that fo it may be diffolved 5 which,thag
it may be the foorier and betrer done, ftir it continually
with a Spatula,when you think thatit is all diffolved
pourout the Lixivium into fome Veffel or Tub, & you
(hall fee the groffer part will fettleto the bottom, and
the Lixivium will clearup : When you perceive this,
pour this clear Lixivium again into the cleanfed Cop-
per; and boil it fo long till the Salt fettles to the bot-
tom, which take out of the faid Copper with a perfo-
rated Ladle,and put it in a Basket that is placed over
the Copper, that fo allthe fupcrfluous Lee or moifture
may again run down inco the Copper, and yields (or
leaves) the Salt perfect and dry.

Some therc are who afore they ufe this Salt about
domettick affairs, do decrepitate it firft, and perfwade
themfelves that it becomes thereby the more virtuous
(or ftrong.)

What remains behind of the Lixivium in the Cop-
per, you may boil it up like as you would any other
Lixivium appointed to be Cryftallized, then pour it
outintothe Veflels deftinated to that purpofc, and
you fhall fee Salt-petre to be generated in them ; for
{eeing the faid Salt procecdeth out of the Salt-petre,
this Lixivium cannot be wholly void of Salt-petre,
and therefore may it be feparated from that Salt by
the aforefaid way, and be purified,

But you are to note here, that where there is too
great a quantity of Salt-petre permixt with the
faid Salt, or that the Salt it felf is too black and im-
pure, that Salt cannot get its due luftre and whitencfs
by barely one fuch a purifying Operation, and there-
fore thereis requifite a reiteration of this Operatian,
fo thatit beagain diflolved in new water, and be pu-
rifyed, whereby it may become altogether white.

However, fuch ablack and impure Salt, may be pu-
rified even by this way ( following.) Pour the folution
it felf, while ’cis yet hot, (the water | mean in which
the Salt is diffolved) upon the afhes whicha Lixivium
hath been already pouted on before, and you fhall fee
the Salt Lixiviem to be wholly purified: But yet all
the Salt which is extracted thence, is not fufficiently
white, but that which is gathered laftof all is yellow-
ifh, and therefore muft be yet once again purified.
Note alfo here, that when fiich a Lixivium of Salt is

poured on the afhes, they muft be well edulcorated
(after the operation is finilhedleaft the Salt frickingin

the Reedy or Bull-rulh-bottom fhould give an unfitting
faltnefs to theLixivium that is nextpoured thereupon.
And thus have you the common method of boiling
and preparing Salt-petre, in which you meet Wlith
what
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wharmay be well difallowed or rejected, wa. it isex-
treamly tedious, nor is it at all gainful, for out of a
centenary of Lixivium, we have no more than three or
four pound of Petrc ;5 to pet which too, .al] the rpft qf
the water muft be done off by evaporation, which is
a long tiine doing, and requires no fmall cofts.  Yet
1 will thew in what follows, by Yvhat means this incon-
venience may be prevented, whichI have proved by
minc own experience.

The way of augmenting the Crude Lixivium
afore its boiling,

H E Salt petre boilers have hitherto varioufly
foughtafter the way of augmenting ( or fortify-
ing) the Lixivium of Salt-petre, that is, of cau(u;g a
more plenziful provenue of Salt-petre, in the Water
remaining of the extrattion of Salt-petre, but in vain,
becaufe they were ignorant of the leffer proof which
allthings herearetried by, lts augmentation is done
on this wife- . )

Take of a Lixivium,a Centenary of which contains
iiij1b. of Nitre, pour fomuchofitasa Tubor Vellel
willhold upon new earth,let it ftand for twelve hours;
then draw off the Lixiviun, and as much as you find
wanting of what you poured on (which may eafily be
known by the cmptines _of the meafurc which it
was in, afore you poured it on, and in which it is now
gathered or reccived again)) pour fo much fimple wa-
ter on the Earth, which draw ofl'in like manner, and
mix it with the Lixivium, and you will then have the
fame quantity that,you had in your Veficl afore. This
done try the Lixivium by the lefler experiment or
proof and you will find it to contain_vj.1b. of Nitre.
Pour this Lixivium that contains in it 7.1b of Nitre
upon other new carth, and proceed on the manoer a-
forefaid, and you fhall have your Lixivium to contain
ix.4b. of Nitre. You may pour this a third timeupon
other new carth & proceed on with it after the afore-
faid manncr,and you Mall yet have more Nitre out of a
Centenary of Lixivium. But youmult be always wary
in this Operation, that you draw off, ncither more nor
lefs Lixiviam from the carth than you had before in
the Veflel.  Thefe things it pleafed me to add, con-
cerning the fecond pouring on of water, meerly for
the experiments ot proofs fake, whereby we may be
made certain of theaugmentation thereof (forafmuch
-asthe Lixivium doth by this means hold in it more Ni
.tre) and that we may be forced to_acknowledge its
augmentation even in that way. Then after this is
done, you may ufc the weaker Lixiviom inftead of wa-
ter, to fill up the firft meafure, and fo the Lixiviom.
will be the eafier, and more augmented ; and we may'
ina fhort time have fufficient quantity hereof for to
boil.  And although this augmentation of the Lixivi-
um requires a great deal of labour, yet are all the
(pains, &c.) recompenfed, becaufe we hereby get in
one Wecks fpace,and with lefscxpence of Wood, far
more Nitre than by the other common ways: But yet
there arc vequifie more Vellels for this kind of work-
ing, wherein the feparated Lixivium may be kept.

1 will alfo give the Reader a manuduction here, by
what way the boiling of the Lixivivm is to be ordered,
'or contrived ¢ Firft of all, this iswell to be regarded,
that forafimuch as a great boiling requires a great

, Quantity of carth, and yet there does not atall times,
.- carth ofa like goodnefs offer it felf (cfpecially feeing a

Man cainot make proof of it all) upon which the cofts

and [abours (neceffary about it ) may be well (or ar
the beft hand ) beftowed : It feems wholly expedicnt
not to make fuch a great Coction (or boiling-trade)
but to do it with only three or four Tubs, that fo we
may choofc only the beft convenient earth, which we
may dig in the Cities (or Towns) out of Houfes of
long ftanding, and out of Stables, but yct not too
deep: Such a Lixivium as contains in an hundred
weight of it eigh pounds of Nitre, may be increafed
to cighteen or twenty pounds, if we proceed accord-
ifig to the aforefsid method. And therefore fuch
Nitre boilers as inhabit thofe regions where there is
fearcity of Wood may give hercunco good heed.

Now the Lixivium augmented on this wife, doth
not attract all the nitre out of the earth it felf,but there
doth yet fome always remain behind : And therefore
you nced not prefently throw it away,but pour there-
upon fome fimple Waters, which after it hach ftood
thereon for fome hours, draw off again, and’you fhall
have aweak Lixiviam,which you may try by the proof,
and proceed. on therewith in the method of augmen=
ting it, and fo you will have a.continual labour.

Thislikewilc is to be obferved in an efpecial man-
ner, let the Work-houfe in' which this boiling up of
your Salt-petre is done, be very low, and covered with
thatch, that fo the heat may be the better kept aboug
the Tubs, and this Operation may be done as well in
the Winter asin the Summer, and that the weak Li-
Xivium may not at all congeal.

And now, even as Salt-petre is made by beiling, out
of the Lixivium which is made of Earth, even fo is it
of that Lixiviom whichis gotten ont of Stones or the
Lime (and Dung) Arches (afore-fpoken of ;) only
there is this difference, That this laft way of my con-
trivance (with ftones &c.) s cafier; and "yields more
Nitre, Such as are pleafed with this kind of work
may fet about it, nor will they beftow their Labours in
vain; there may be abundance of things, and thofe
wonderful ones too, effetted with Salt-petre, 3s | have
abundantly demonftrated inmy foregoing Writings,
and fhall in my following ones too,more clearly demon-
ftrate if God vouchfafe ftrength and abilities.

Firlt of all, Paraccifus faith in this his Prophefie,
hat Men fhall draw him out of his Grave, and place
him towards the Eaft ; who is fo fimple as to think
that this is to b underftood according to the Letter?
\What Profit and Honsur would thence arifeto Para-
cdlfus, if bis Bones werc digg™d forth, and tranflated
into another place? Whereas if he were evennow li-
ving, hecould not defire a better and more excellent
Tomb, than that heliesin.  Whillt he was living,
he was not fo proud 5 hevery well knew that the Ho-
noursof this World are fading and vain. Nor did
he ever require, that any Epitaph fhould be cretted
to his Honour : Although (when his Friends had ta-
ken careto lay him ina decent place.) The-Magiftrate
commanded a very notable Epitaph tobe ciigraven on
his Tomb-ftone for a Tcftimonial of his Deeds, the
which Epitaph will bring him Praifc cnough while the
World lafts,  The faid Epitaph runs thus.

How conld he be poflibly morc praifed after his
Death, than I fec to be done by this Epitaph.  But
yet I would not have you think that [defire you toac:
count of my Opinion as if it were Gofpel. It pleafed
me here to put it for this end, to fhew, what my
thoughts are, as concerning this thing, every onc

may believe as lifteth him, but as for my part I will in
lno cafe believe, that the Prediction is'to be explaired
taccording to the Words or Letzer : But whereas it is
| faid, that he fhall be taken out of his Sepulchre, and
‘put in another towards the Eaft, I do thus interpret

it: Thatif any fhall underftand his Writings, they
i thall thencefrom perccive what, and how great a one
 he was,and fo will make his Caufe their own,and will
 defend his Writings againft Inimicitious Zoilifts (oc
Carpers ) and Ignorants, who as well fince his Death,
as whillt he was alive, entreated him very inhumanly,
and as it were, opprefled him with Lies, and Infamous
Libcls, and fo do they take him as it were out of his
obfcure Tomb, and placc him towards the Eaft, by
which it may appear :to every onc what_an incompa-
rable Man he was to the performance of which, I will
not refufe to lend my poor help, though fmall, (God
permitting.)

Hedoth afterwardsadd, that there arc three great
“Treafures hidden, which whoever fhall find, thall tri:
umph very nobly 5 the places which Paracelfus points
at, and wherethofe Treafurcs are hidden, are, where
the Metals arcdigged 5 and indeed fuch places they
arc,as iff which there lics hidden the higheft Tincture,
and which otherwife is not to be found ncither in
Gold, nor Silver, nor inall the other Metals, or Mi-
nerals.

1 do think that Parce!fus knew thefe Mincrals, and
made a Tinture of them, and thereupon was willing
thus obfcurely todefcribe fuch Treafures-

He'that fall find, that is dig.it forth, and Mall
know the way of preparing a Tincture thencefrom
fhall doubtlefly be magpified, efpecially if he will
difclole them unto others.

Now 1belicve that if thefc Treafures fhould be
digged out by fome godly, honeit, and wife Man, ( for
the finding them is denied unto Teprobates) woult
not hunt after or afle¢t vain Glery, but be comcntcfll‘

. i
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in that he knows it : Butit is not convenient to openor
difclofe what this Minera is, wherein God hath put
fuch a fingular Tincture, and which he hath hidden
from the proud and covetous. But feeing that all
things refide in the hands of God, who can give unto
his own People that which he denies unto others, 1 do
notat all fear any one’s exhaufting fo eafily aTreafure
Iying fo profoundly hidden, although I fhould make
Kknown this fubject.

Thus much [ have experienced, that there lies in
them a much more excellent Tincture than inthe other
Metals or Minerals, but I do not boaft that 1 have
thence drawn the univerfal Tin@ture and made it fix,
for time and occafion would not as yet permit it.
But [ have often times in a particular way inftituted a
graduation of Luna, by the help thereof, infomuch
thatithath lefc fomefix’d So/ - Whereby I have obfer-
ved, that many excellent and profitable things may be
cffected, when that volatile Tincture isby the rule of
Art made fix'd and floid. However ! will make trial,
if God fhall vouchfafe me lifc and ftrength, and fec
what [ fhall thence obtain.

As concerning the name of the fubject it is called
‘Magnefia Saturnina : which is found between France
and Spain in the Picdmont Mountains;, ’its commonly
called the Picdmont:magnefia, but ’tis very much un-
like (to one another ) for fome of it isof a yellow co-
Tour, and this the Venetian Glafs-men ufe, when they
make Glafs, that it may become pellucid and tranfpa-
rent.  The Glafs doth at firltbecome of a purple or
Amethilt colour, but this colour abides not one hours
fpace in the fubject, but it evaporates, becaufe it is not
fix’d enough as yet,and then the Glafs becomes wholly
tranfparent and bright, but if they would have the
Glafs hold the purple colour, they prefently work it
up as foon as ever the Magnefia is therein molten.
Many years agoe, when I attempted operations about

things of lefs moment, and changed Cryftals into va-.

rioufly colour’d Glafles, found that this purple colour
was not fix’d in the Fire; and that the Magnefiahad in
it many impurities, whereby my Glaffes were obfcur-
ed: But yet | attempted to extra®t from thence the
pure Tintture by Art, and to freeit from its unclean
feces, and to thisend ufed various Menftruums, but
yet effected nothing; until at length I faw that by
mixing that magnefia with fix’d nitre,it was by boiling
them in a ftrong Crucible, opened by the Nitre, from
whence proceeded a delicate purple colour. I poured
out the Mafs and powdered it, and extracted it with
hot Water, and paffed the Liquor through a Filter,
and then had [ 2 moft dainty purple fiery liquor,
which did almoft every hour (ftanding but only inthe
cold) change colour, fo that it became one while
green, then sky colour, another while of a blood co-
Tour of its own accord, then again prefently it received
other moft elegarit colours. Out of which liquor I

did a-new feparate the more pure part, and I ufed this
red powder to tinge my Glafles, the which thing I in-
deed obrained, but becaufe the Tin¢ture was more fu-
filethanthe green ftone it felf which it was extracted
from I was conftrained toleave it off.  However this
Texperienced,that there lies a mighty Tin¢ture hidden

inthe faid Magnefia, and thenceforward I pondered

upon the bufinefs more deeply, and adjoined the Mag-

nefia thus fufile unto Luna, and then 1 found fome Sof -
but I could not bring the work to any fuller perfettion

becaufe of the want of time,& ftore of bufinefs.I am of
that opinion that (by Gods permiffion) a Tincture may

thence be extrated for Metalsand Affmals. Thefc
are my conceptions, but I well know,’ that the igno-

rant Momus, or Carper, will hence take occafion of
mocking at me, but this I cannot at all hinder.

This Sarurnine Magnefia in the Alps of Fulia is
much purer and cxcellenter than that Piedmont Mag-
nefiayis and there is in it more TinCture, the which we -
may extralt moft cafily by the help of Nitre, ard al-
beit the Minerabe of a yellow colour, yet is there ex-
tratted thencefrom by the benefic of Salt-petre, a moft
elegant TinCture, ofa greenifh colour, and is likewife
onc while purple’; then sky colour, then again red,
and by and by again it affumes a green colour, the
whichalfo is fo fufile, it fixcth every Lims, and
doth in fome fort make it golden. ~Thefe two Mine-
rals I have often times handled, and have thencefromt
gotten the green Lion, but have not proceeded any
farther.

The third Treaflure ’twixt Szevia and Bavaria, is
not much unlike unto thefe two, and without doubt
fuch kind of Treafures will offer themfelves even in
many other places where fuch Mountains & Mine- pits
arc found out, were but the right way of digging out
and ripenning them, but known unto us; which
knowledge is oly granted unto the Sonsof GOD. .

Thefe things was I willing to mention, that fo it
may be known what my opinion isas touching thofe
Treafures.  For lam firmly perfwaded that the unis
verfal Medicine may be thence prepared,efpecially out
of that which very much abounds fhining in Metal re-
fembling a vein of Lead, and yet yields not any Metal
by fufion, bucaufe of its exceeding volatility, and of
wholly flying away in the form of a vapour: Yet ne-
verthelefs, that Northern Lion is able to mafter itand
to fatten its young ones thereby. And if GOD fhall
vouchfafe any one fuch a Treafure, he will verily find
more Art:containing Books than is indeed needful.
And whereas Paracclfis adds that the Lion out of the
Northwill (after he hath found the aforefaid Trea-
fures) become a Potent Monarch, sthis is eafie to be
believed, for he is enriched withthe digged- out Trea-
fures, and is able to manage his aftairs as lifteth him.
He will be able to give whole Kingdoms unto others;
and yet his power will not be diminithed, he will in
like manner beable to inftitute good precepts and go-
vernment, and there will be a notable affluence of all
things, infomuch that there will be nothing wanting.
There are many Men would lead an honeft Life, were
they not conftrained by poverty and need to do evilly.

The Northern Lion is able (when he hath found the
Treafurc to abolith all thefe vices, and contrarywife
recover a good political Governance, Peace and Qui-
etade.  For Wealthand Riches are able to tranfimute
Strife into Peace, and thefe the Northern Lion can a=
bundantly exhibit, infomuch that he may defervedly
be Stiled a moft Potent Monarch. But if fo be that
evil companion,viz, Sulphur be joined unto him,whick
may provoke him, he becomes more venomous than
the Bafilisk, and is able to kill ina moment of time,
both Men and Beafts, yea to ruin Caftles, Mountains,
and Fortifications, and toannihilatethem. But on the
contrary when he hath found the Treafure, he becomes
tame and liberal, and lays off his anger, and beftows
on all Men fundry molt acceptable gifts.
Furthermore, Paracelfus faith that a yellow Lion
fhall come out of the North, which fhall dull the
Eagles Claws ; all which verily is tobe otily under-
ftood concerningSalt-petre’s tranfmuting virtue much
conducing to a perfecter angmentation of the Metals,
from whence ® and ) together with the Carbuncle
may beatchieved ; and notatall ofa certain Northern

King and the Roman Eagle. For the yellow and fiery
Xxxx Lio
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ion which is here treated of, is fixt Nitre, and if it
Il;c joined to the volatile Eagle, that is, tothe volaple
Corrofive Salt; this ( Eagle ) is overcome by 't‘nat
(ixt Salt) and is tamed, becanfe the Corrofive virtue
which it abounded withal, is taken away : So that he
that is skijl'd in Chymiftry may well enough under-
{tand what Paracclfus drives at, and that he does not
at all mean thofe Monarchs and Rulers, as may be ga-
thered out of his Manual, where he Writes, that the
Blood of the red Lion is to be commixt with the li-
quor of the white Eagle; and that from them by a
due Colion is the univerfal Tincture to beextracted.|

Therefore they do cvilly that interpret the Wri-
tings, and thefe predictions of Paracelfus otherwife,
they earneftly expe(t external Monarchs, but experi-
ence hath taught that thofe Lions do bring with them
nothing butan hungry Stomach, which can hardly be
well filled (or fatisficd) with the Sheep and Lambs of
all Councries.  And I pray God, turn them from us
and continue unto us Peace and Concord,which is moft
of all to bewithed for. .

Morcover Paracelfus further faith, that he was
conftrained to detect this Treafure and hidden fe:
crets, to fhew the neareft way to the defeription of the
Philofophers-ftone, which (Stone) whoever finds and
knows how to open the Gate, he fhall find a Cagbunclc
as bigasan Egg,together with other Gems,which are
conferved ina Cheft made of Goldand Gems,and this
Cheft ina Golden Sepulchre, th; Golden one in a Sil-
ver one, the Silver one in a Tin one, on which the

ey is placed. X .

K Jykndpnow willthere be any onc fo foolifhas to inter-
pret this according to the alleaged Words: Nocer-
tainly unlefs he be deprived of the light of Nature.
Tt was never heard off, that ever there was any Car-
buncle found of the bignefs of an Egg: neither the
Roman, nor Grecian, not Perfian Monarchs are re-
ported to have had fuch an one, and from whence
then fhould Paracelfus only have the fame ? All Men
therefore fee that this Prophecy is not at allto be un-
derftood. barely according to the Letter. Now in
that he calls the univerfal Medicinea Carbuncle, he
docsnot. therein offend, becaufe even other P'hxlofo-
phers have impofed upon their Tin(ture this very
pame, and this meerly becaufe of the form it has,_ for
if there is to be a certain Tindure that fhould tinge
the white Metals into yellow Sobit muft of necellity be
red ; and therefore fome of the Philofophers have
Tikewife called their Tintture Hematitis, for likenels
fake. . .

Nay more, forafiuch asit is meqnoned of the Car-
buncle that it fhines in the night like a burning live-
Coal, and yet fuch a ftone was never any where feen
or found, it neceffarily follows that thofe things
which are delivered thereof are not to be uqder[tood
according to the Letter. The chicfelt Lapidaries do
Witnefs that they never fawit; the Oriental Rubies
are the chiefeft red Gems that we know of, of which
there is fcarce one found thatis bigger than ones nail,
which notwithftanding,if it be pure and fhining,is fold
for many Thoufands of Duckets. In like maaner,
Granates are red, and of a meaner price, and fhing no
more in the Night than Rubies do. But thata fhin-
ing in the Night like a live-Coal, fhould be ateribu-
ted to a Carbuncle, isnot done without caufe ; veri-
1y, the Authorsof thatthingare not at all to be fpp:
pofed to be fuch Merchants, continually handling
Gems, (as if they had cver feen fuch a ftone) : No,
but they were the Philofophers themfelves, whofe
words which they wrote of the prepared Tincture,
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the after Writers did falily conftrue their meaning
and underftood it literally, perfwading themfclves
that there was fuch a Carbuncle in the nature of
things. Therefore we have o reafon to induce s to
believe that thie ancient Philofophers didin very deed
defcribe or mean fuch a Stone as fhines by night, but
let usrather perfwade our felves as being thereto con-
ftrained by the Verity of the thing, that they did not
inthe leaft mean 2 natural ftone, but a ftone prepared
by Art, and their Tincture. And this, the very
Name it felf feems to point out; for Carbo fignificsa
greater Coal ; and Carbuicilus fignifiesalittle, or lef-
fer Coal.

Now if fo be that any onc would endeavour to
provewith Oaths to this blind, proud, and wicked
World, that fuch a red ftone fhining by night, may
be made of a Wood, or ftone Coal, certainly every
body would mock at him, and would fay, That he
propoundeth meer Lyes ; and therefore no body ever
dared (though he were never fo certain of the Truth
of the thing ) to writc ought of the fame.

But fope or other will fay, Whence comeyou to
know thefe things, and by what Notes or Tetimonies
doyou prove that you are to be credited, as touching
this Bufinefs, fecing no body ever writ that thefe
thingswerefo? To fuch an one 1 anfwer, That [
leave every one at his liberty ; for whether he believes
my Sayings, or believes them not,’tis all a cafe to me,
However I fay, that I can change by melting, a meer
black Coal by the help of a Salt (but not common
Salt) into amoft red ftone inone hours fpace.  For
Coalsare nothing elfe but a fist and volatile Sulphur,
which if we will fix it, will be fixt 5 if we will volati-
lize it, it will be fo. A wood Char-coal (lhpugh
there’s much difference amongft them) thould it lie
fhut up firmly & moft tight inan Iron Veflel evenfor
an hundred Years fo as that noair getin, and fhould
be (all that while) kept in a moft vehement fire, yet
would it not fhew the leaft fign of being confomed or
changed, but let but the air come unto it, and it will
be reduced into afkes in a moment: 1f now you have
underftanding and fenfe, confider with your felf more
largely as touching this thing, and you will find many
profitable and good things it GOD fall open unto
you the Eyes of your mind: This red ftonc having
the form of Glafs, being poured out of the Crucible,
fhines in the dark like aburning Coal,_accordlqg asis
the Coal you prepare it of. ~ And albeit that thisGlafs
can perform many good things in Medicine and Alchi-
my, yet it is not at all the Stone of the Philofophers,
which they calla Carbuncle, for that muft be fixt, and
refilt the Fire, both which are denied to this Glafs to
be, for it is volatile and can eafily be changed by the
Fires force.

I have feveral times made this ftone of Saltanda
Coal, but never had time as yet to bring ittoa perfect
fixation, and therefore I cannot determine certainly>
what may be farther hercof made. However | would
not have the lover of the wonders of GOD to be un-
acquainted with this, that (viz.) my faid Store of 2
Coal, or myred Carbuncle, if it be diffolved in theair,
it yieldsa green fiery Liquor, which if fmeared upon
anySilver it gilds it as Sulphur does.  1f the Divine
Clemency fhall fupply me with life and ftrength and
that my enemies, and opportunity fhall permity I will
fome time or other fet about the work of fixation
that fo it may appear what is thence to be hoped

or. .
And now friendly Reader who art not addicted to

cither party tell me, whether or no there does not re-
dound
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dound unto thee more light from thisimoft brie

treating of the Carbuncle, than from the obfcure Lu-
cernaor Candle of 1. H.S, in whofe Book there are
indecd the names of a many Authors cited, but none
of their Writings are cxplained, and therefore it is
rather a bringing others into a Labyrinth, thana fhow-

ing of the true way.

Paracelfus adds, that this Carbuncle is hid in a

little Cheft made of Gold and Gems, this Cheft in a
Golden Coffin (or Tomb), this in a Silver one, and fi-
nally this Silvery onc in a Tin one; which fayings ve-
rily are to betaken or underftood ina far other fence
than they areuttered,as well as the words foregoing :

- Forto what end fhould there be fuch a multitude and

variety of Coffins? My opinion hereabouts is this:
Forafmuchas there lies in Tin (as Paracelfus teftifies
inhis Book of #exations, when he faith, that Fipster has
much Gold in it,and not a little Silver) a {piritual
Gold and Silver hidden, and that ) contains ©, and
© contains Tin(ture,we are to underftand thefe things
of them, they being as fo many Coffins.

But fome may fay, to what ufe ferve the Tin and
Silver, if they are to be removed afore we can come
to the Golden Coffin, and get to that which contains
the Carbuncle, may we not prefently even at firft dah
feek fucha ftone in @, and leave Tinand ) untoucht?
1 could moft eaiily fatisfie fuch an objection, and give
a fufficient reafon of Paracclfus his Writing fuch
things, but that I judge it inconvenient to communi-
cate fuch things of fo great a confideration (or mo-
ment)to wicked Zoilifts or Carpers.

However | cannot here let this flip, ¥iz. that there
lies hid in ¥ an excellent Mercurial Liquor, which is
thence extrattable by the benefit of that Key which lies
upon the Scpoichre or Tomb, viz. by the benefit of
Salt-petre. This mercurialLiquor,loofens the bonds of
), and makes it fit, {o as to be extra&ted (or made into
the belt -, out of which the Carbuncle is to be after-
wards made, for every (kind of) ® doth not at all re-
femble the nature of a feed, but fupplies the place only
of an Houfe or covering, which containeth feed in t,
and which (covering) muft of neceflity be removed by
him who defires the feed it felf.

T have in other places fhown how properly the me:
talline ftock or nature may be compared to a Vegeta-
ble Apple: Sarurnis the root of the Tree; Mars the
Trunk or Body; Fupirer the Bark of the Trunk;
Mercury the Juice contained betwixt the Bark and the
Trank ; #enns the green Leaves; Lura the white
Flower or Bloffom 5 Ss/ the Fruit or Apple of the
Tree containing the feed of the Vegetable.

Now then, evenas it is a thing evident to all, that
the Apple it felf is not the feed of the Tree, but the
Nutor Kernelishiddenin its inward part, fo that the
Apple doth only keep or hold in it the feed 5 even fo
in like manner @ is notat all to be accompted as the
feed of Metal, but only as a preferver (and coverer
over) of the feed. He now that lightson the true
Key, which Paracelfus hath put upon the Golden
Coffin, (viz.) the infide of Salt-nitre, he will bea-
ble to open,not only the Tin Coffin, but the Silver and
Gold Coffin too, and to take that Coffin thereout
of, which contains the Carbuncle and other Gems.

Thefe are the things 1 was willing to publifh ac-
cording to my opinion, concerning that grcat Carbun-
clelying fo deeply hidden in thofe Coffins: I permit
athers to expound them otherwife, for I do not offer

thefe things to the old Men who ftiffty contend for
their own conceptions as it were for the beft thing
they have, it beingan hard matter totamean old dog ;
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f| but I prefent them to fuch only as are the youngc:'

ftudents of the true Hermetick Phytick or Medicine,
and who are not‘already drawn into. various crrors by
the reading of many Authors. And he that refufeth
to belicve that even the greateft Areana may be han-
dled or treated of ina meer limple or plain Stile, and
thgir theyneed not at all any prolixity, Mall never at-
tain his willd for end, though he were able to recite
by heart even all the Philofophers Books. And thus
much may fuffice in this place.

Lattly, Paracelfus adds at the end of the Prophecy,
that the moft Greatand Bleifed GOD will grant to the
finder out of thefe Treafurcs notable Power and Forti-
tude, whereby he may opprefsall evils, derect good
things, and get every profitable thing, certainly who-
ever he be that fhall find fuch an univerfal Treafure,
he will labour to fupprefs every noxious thirg, and to
difclofe (on the other hand ) whatfocver is any ways
profitable for man-kind, and neceflary,and this to che
very utmoft of his power.  For the Philofophers fay,
Ony Art doth cither find @ Man koneft ard godly, or 1t
even makes him fuch anone 5 that is, it is altogether ims
poflible for fuchan one that lights on fuch Treafures
to be an ungodly Man, fo, as for thofe highly preci-
ous gifts of God not to ftir him up to godlinefs and
Mercy. -

1 could render this Prophecy of Paracelfus more
clear, but thatl ftudy to be brief, and conld manifeftly
prove;thatit is not to be underftood according to the
bare Letter, but that Paracclfus had regard to this

great univerfal of the Philofophers, which is clearly

cnough binted in thefe words which are mentioned at

the end of the faid Prophecy, viz, That all evils may

be kept under, (or abolified) and that all good things may

be drawn forth or advanced, and withal, all neceffary and

ufefiul things may be guten, Thefe words do openly e:
nough point at the univerfal Treafure of the Philofo-

phers, by which all evil is kept under; and all good

educed, and all neccifary and profitable things acquir-

ed. On this wife are my Conceptions of them, lec a-

nother interpret them according as feems him geod.

For when the Lion fhall have found the faid mineral

Treafure, he will be incited or ftirred up to fuch a

great paffionate wrath and power, that is able eafily

to dull the edge of the Eagles Claws, that is, his ad-

verfaries. *Tisimpoflible for the Eagleto get fucha -
Trealure, but a thing moft eafie to the Lion; For
there is not a fubject in all nature that can make the
Lion fo fiery and powerful as the magnefia Saturrina
can,and therefore it eafily tames all Corrofives, and
cuts off their Claws. Expericnce confirms the things
{ T here mention, and therefore I will fay nomore: Yet
s however I think it expedient to add this one thing
| more of the nature and properties of the Lion and
Eagle.

1t is fufficiently manifelt, that the Eagle is called
the King of all Birds, and the Lion the King of all
four-footed Bealts. Not, as if the Eagle were the
greateft amongft the Birds, and the Lion the ftrong-
cft and greateflt Animal amongft the Bealts: No, no,
There are bigger Birds and Beafts than the Eagle or
the Lion ; Geefe, Swans, and our Country Storks are
bigger than an Eagle, (1 omit to fpeak of the other
huge Birds in Afia, Africa, &c. Amonglt which the
Oftrich is reckoned for one, which is as big almoft
asa Horfe, and runs {wifter than a Horfc.) Then,
for Beafts, therearce fome of the (like proportionable
ftature) as the Rhinoceros and Elcphunt, which fear
the Lion no more than the Oftrich and other (great)
IBirds do the Eagle; yet neverthelefs-do they ac-
knowledge
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knowlcdge the Lion and Eagle for King, and
fervedly too, becaufe of the Velocity,ftrength, valour,
aud other virtues thatthofe Creatures have.

Byt yet Hiftorians rank the Griffin and Dragon
amongit the Birds and the greatclt Animals. They
paine (or defcribe) the Grifhn, a winged Animal, one
half part refembling a Lion the other half part an
Eagle; the Claws, Wings and Head like an Eales,
the other part of the body like a Lions. But this is
a Philofophical and Poetical Fable, by yvhmh they
would difclofc and lay open other Myfteries and Ar-
cana’s. For there is never to be found inall this whole
compafs (of the World ) fucha Dragonas fliesin the
Air or fpits out Fire; but all thefe fayings, point at
Salt:petre. They likewife feign the Griffin to be of
fuch power as to be ableto carry away through the
air an armed Souldier on Horfe-back ; thele and
yyreater things than thefe can Salt-petre do; for’tis
able to blow up wholcCaltles and Fortrefles withmany
myriades of Men into the air ; and would to God this
were not fo well known.  The Philofophers have on-
1y hadowed out their Dragon amongft other .Blrds.
Qur Dragon never dics but by the help of his Bro:
therand Sifter, that is of the fixt Lion, and corrofive
fluid Eagle, the which thing may be likewife faid of
the Griffins. For ofthe fixt burning Lion, and fluxil
or fluid corrofive Eagle, there is created no other
thing but a Griffin, part Eagle and part Lion, which
lifts (or blows) up Mountains of moft vaft weight ;
when they fight each with the other they kill one ano-

ther and are raifed up again out of the dead Carkafs.
And thus there are regenerated (or again born) other
Lionsand other Eagles out of the Griffin, and (ifyou
are fo minded) both the Lion and alfo the Eagle
may be fed and fatted with the common Flefh of other
Wild Bealts, fo as thence forward they may generate
innumerable Griffins, which you may ufe not only in
time of War againft the Enemies, but alfo in the

Mountains, to dig out Treafures thence, and being

digged tocarry them into the Neft.

N B. Itis reported of the Griffin that he gathers
much Gold which he carries with him into his Neft;
Butall thefe things are to beunderftood of the ftrength
and virtues of Salt-petre ; concerning which' I could
be much more prolix and more clear were I not even
conftrained to over-pafsitand let it alone becaufe of
the ungodly crew of wicked men. .

And row let us enter with the Philofopher Pirgil,
into the dark Cave or Den of the Sybill>and let us fee
whether or no we can find the Book there(that s Salt-
petre) whereinare found all the fecrets of nature: Or
vather, let us enter into the Stable with the three wife
Men or Kingsthat came from the Eaft, and letus there
feekthe Son that was born of a Virgin,who is the King
of the World & the King of all Kings,and let us appa:
vel or adorn him with due gifts or prefents, that
his age & ftrength may grow upand be augmented, &
he may at lengthdrive away the Difeafes of his three
brethren, viz. of the Vegetable, Animal, and Mine-
ral. ThisInfant needs not Gold, Myrrh, and Franc-
Kincenfc for his fuftentation, but we will beftow upon
him inftead of Gold Myrrh,and Franckincenfe, three
other things for multiplications fake; common Sul-
phur fhall fupply the room of Gold ; common Salt,of
Myrrh; the external green boughs of Fivr or Elder,
of Franckincenfe ; thereof will we make his Bed, and
thefe fliall be his coverings.

The Salt which is animated by the Sulphur and con-
verted into Milk fhall be his food, fo long until he be-
comes great and ftrong cnough, yea a Potent Mo-

that de- |narch, and thea will be gainfully veward his Tutor

(or Guardian) Jofeph, for his laborious Wardfhip.

The Magi and Philofophers obferved the Star
of our Infant, which fhincth fo brightly as that it da-
zles the fight of the beholder; nor can any one look
long upon it without hurting his fight, and thereupon
itisworthily called the Sou of the @ : For there is not
any clear or bright light without the Sun, the Gountry
fellows therefore do not perceive fucha lights but the
Chymifts can (whenfoever pleafeth them) make and
fee fuch a light.

The thingswhich I here declare concerning the na-
tivity of Salt-petre, are moft ealie to be underftood.

It is generated or born in the Stables, The @ isits Fa-
ther, the ) is its Mother, the Wind conveys the Pa-
ternal feed ina fpiritual manner, into the moift Earth
of the Stable, by which, the Virgin Earth being im:
pregnated doth after due time produce its young to
light.

NB. That Earth which produceth and conferves
Herbs, Grafs, and Metals is called the Mother ; and
that Earth which doth not produce (as in Stables,&c.)
is as yet to be accompted as a Virgin, which doth af:
terwards yield fo noble an offspring. No Earth out
of which, Herbs, Trees, and Minerals arc born doth
ever conceive again, or ever intermits the production
of fuch things, and for that reafon is it called the Mo-
ther of all things. But now that Earth that is found
inStables, which conceives rieither the Solir nor Lu-
nar beams, nor is moiftned with cither Rain or Dew,
cannot producc any thing, unlefs the beams are con-
veyed thereinto from the Sun by the Air, then the im-
pregnated Virginin the Stables, brings forth an off-
{pring, which is by the Philofophers prefented for its
fuftentation, with a threefold kind of gifts; to wit,
Sulphur inftead of Gold, and that being in like man-
ner fixt and moft pure; with Salt inftead of Myrrh,
whichis pure and prefervative, and with the Juice or
Refinofthe Firr-tree, or Elder, inftead of fweet fmel:
ling Franckincenfe. Thefe three things are the Ali-
ment or food of the new Infant ; The Green Boughs
of the Firr or Elder, do furrifh him witha Bed for
his Cradle; The Sulphur and Salt yield him fiveer
milk to nourith him ; fo that there needs not any
thing elfc buta good overfeer, Jofeph, that may keep
off the Rain and the cold Air from this Infants
Bed.
By fuchameans as this may we nourifh our moft
tender Infant and advance him to his Kingly Mo-
narchy; when he fhall arrive thither he can make all his
Brethren found and rich : For the Vegetablesdo only
defire profitable and convenient food, or fome fat
earth, whercby they (being well and found) may attain
to their perfection and encreafe themfclves; which
thing Salt-petre does better than any other.

Nor dothe Minerals defire ought elfe but that the
impurity and fuperfluous Sulphur be taken away from
them, that fo they may (aftera perfe&t Purification)
caft forth their feed, that is Gold ; and this, Salt:
petre does molt perfectly. Then Laftly, the Animals
feek not after other food than what the Earth fupplies
them withal, which to effect, Salt-petre muft of necef~
fity be at hand.

Salt-petre thereforcis the only preferver of all Ve:
getables Minerals and Animals, but the foul of Man
doth rotat all belong thereunto, for it is the propric:
ty of Jefus Chrift ; but asfor the bodies, Salt-petre 1s
the moft profitable medicament.

to their firft matter, or of making them Aftral. For
the Starsare nothing clfc but pure fire. They exercife

fiery Operations, and produce fiery things 5 like as
the Vegetables do putrefy by the Salt petre in the
Dung, and are reduced unto perfection and multipli-
cation, without which putretying there can never be
made any multiplication of the Vegetables, as Chrift
himfelf witneiTeths if the Wheat docs ( not)putrefy in
the Earth it can produce no fruits.  The likeisin the
Animalstoo, yet efpecially in the Eggs of Birds,which
faid Eags muft ftink and rot afore the hatching of the
Chicken comes, Therefore in vain have many tried
1o to deflle (or putrefy) Metals and reduce them to
their firlt matter.  Now thonzh the Philofophers tell
us that Metals are to be firft putreficd afere chey can
be multiplied, yet they meant not fuch a putrefaction,
but the putrefaction of Metals mu:{t be doac by the lielp
of fire, and withal mult be fo effected by Artiticers,
herc below, as the Metals are wrought by the Stars in

much as nature generates all Metals by a Celeftial
Fire, thercfore the Artilt mult go no other way,
but muft imitate nature if the would do any good

on’t.

Asfor Vegetables and Animals, we willingly allow
them a moift putrefaction, but for the Metals, a dry
and fiery putrefaction fuits with them,and which may
be perfetted intwo or three hours fpace, as may be
feen inmy Comténnation of Miraculum Mundiy and in
(my ) Teftimony of the Truth, [or Explication of Mira-
culum Munds =] Andthis is the only caufe(or rock )a-
gainft which many have fallen, and fo have not gotten
any good thing, (or profitable.) Now,afore putrefa-
{tion it cannot be enceafed ; and cvery thing which
induceth a putrefaction irto other things muft of ne-
ceflity confilt of two contraries in its nature: Water
poured upon Water remains Water, and there is no
change wronght ; but from Fire and Water domany
wonderful things proceed. If we pour the corrofive
Spirit of Nitre, of Salt or Vitriol upon another corro-
five Spirit, they eafily embrace cach other.and are com-
mixt without noife, and there is not thence generated
any new thing, but it always remains an acid corrofive
Spirit. I weput one ftrong Lixivium to another like
Lixivium, there is no noife (or hifling) ftirred up, nor
any change made ; butnow if wemix that fame Li-
Xivium with a corrolive Spirit the cne operates upon
theother,being both contrarics, and therc is gencra-
ted of them both fomewhat of a middle nature,which
has not the likenefs of cither.

fand) then powder them, and put them ina Glafs Cu-
curbite, pour thereupon as much Aqua-fortisas is fuf-
ficient, put this Cucurbite in a pan full of fand, and
then heat the fand by little and little by putting Fire
thereunder ; that fo the Agua:fortis may by the help
thereof attrat the ¥ out of the powder; then pour
off the Aqua-fortss from this powder, and pour itupon
the other like conditioned powder, that it may alfo
extrad the D out of that too, and this decanting and
pouring on, mut berepeated fo often until there be rio
more diflolved.

Thic Aqua-forsis is always diminifhed or wafted be-
caufe fome of itadheres to the Metal, and therefore
muft there always be other Aqua-fortis put in the
room of that which is wafted ; The Agua:fortis which
adheres to the Metal is to be thence feparated by the
benefit of boiling, on this wife ; Pour common Rain-
water upon the Metal contained in the Cucurbite, and
mix it well by ftrong faking of the Glafs, then heat
the fand fo as to make itboil, and fothat hot water
will draw to it felf the Aqua:foreis out of the Metal,
which faid water contains » in it. Then when this

water is abftiacted by inclination or pouring off, put!

on fome Rain-water a fecond time upon the powdercd
Metal remaining in the Cucurbite, and this will ex-
tradt that whicl the former water left of the Agua-
fortis partaking of  (unwafl’d off: ) and fo let no-
thing of the > remain in that metallick powder;
when it’s thus done the watter is to be thrown away as
altogether unprofitable, unlefs there lies hid therein
any Gold ; which if it be fo, we muft pour fome Agua-
Regiathereupon, and order the operation according
to the foregoing method 5 then mix both the ftrong
waters together, both that which extratted the » and
that whichextracted the @, mix them diligently, and
there will thence arife a certain whiteWater, and the
folution will be like Milk; For the D cannot abide the
Agua-Regia, but there will precipitate a white pow-
der which fnatcheth (or precipitateth) down with it
felf out of the Waters the Gold too. Wemay make
ufe of the decanted Water to extra@ © out of the

other Metals ; forthe pouring on of the Aqua-fortis
withthe 2 in it, to the Agua-Regia,doth not at all
take away ought of the virtues.

Upon the precipitated powder of © and ¥ hot Rain:
water is tobe feveral times poured, that fo all the
fharpnefs of the Agua-fortis may be extratted. The
powder of the 3 s to be put upon fome Cap-paper
and dried. And as for the way of feparating the »
from the © we will prefently teach in what follows.

The cdulcorating waters as well of @ asof ) ,are
to be all of them mixt together; and then the ) will
fettle o the bottom, and actracls the © which was in
the other water (or wafhings): fo that there remains
notany either @ or 2 in the edulcorating Water (or
walliings): nor are thefe waters of any farther profic
as to the work of feparating as afore, yet notwith:
{tanding there may be made excellent Salt-petre of
them, as we fhall mention in what follows.

When you have rightly edulcorated and dricd the
precipitates of O and ’, they are to be putintoa
ftrong Crucible, this Crucible is to be placed ina Gen-
tle fire, until the matter therein contained doth flow,
which is eafily done, for it is very fluxile; as foon as
ever you perceive it flow, turn itout, for fear lcaft a-
ny of it fhould penetrate the Crucible, and fo bring
damage or lofs to the Operator. When the ¥ is
poured forth, you will find the © fticking to the fides
and bottom of the Crucible like pale Gold, altogether
Crudeard not at all fluxile. The > turn’d out is
brittle, fufilc,and - volatile, and is by the Chymifts
call’d Horny-Luna, but I call it the ¥ of ), itbeing of
excellent ufe in Alchimy, as fhall be fhown in what
follows.

The Crucible in which that @ remained may be
kept to melt fuch like precipitates of © & 2 inagain;
when this hath been done pretty often (inthefame
pot) melt down this ® by adding a little borax, and
you fhall reccive a palith Gold, becaufe in this firlt
melting, fome of the ) doth adhere thereunto.

This now is the common way of feparating, thefe
precipitatesof @ and from cach other, there fhall
follow a better way in what enfues.

! ftrong Lixivium after their edulcoration ; or if fome
fixt Salt made of a Lixivium, be powdered and per-

NB. The Mercury of Luna cemented with (A )
may be likewife reduced by this means, (viz. with
this flux ) that we take one part of Flints that will
melt in the fire, and of the fixt falt of afhes fouror
five parts, and fo mix them together, and melt them
into a whitc glafs 5 'tis able to reduce the bett Ce-
ments.

Now this Operationis to be doneina Retort , that
fo the precipitated > that isaltogether volatile, may
not be wafted. which in a Crucible evaporates away,
agood part of it,which canaot be fo done ina Retort 3
forina Retort, that which flies up, fticks in the Neck,
and may b feparated thencefrom, and+be mixt witho-
ther Cements: And befides too, the Cement is eafily-
er feparated from the Glafs, than from an uneven
Crucible; for fome part always fticks thereon, and
cannot be gotten off.

When you are minded to purifie this Cement foon-
er (or more fpecdily ) it may be molten withan equal
weight of Antimony, and there will arife fromyour
golden D 2 Regulus, which muft be purified wich Sale-
Petre.  Concerning which work of Reduction , and
which is far eaficr than that which is done by the help

duce the feparated @ and ») it may be effected by this
means moft commodioufly and moft gainfully of all,
becaufc the Calx of ) is made aurcous by Cementa-
tion.

Thefe thingswe have here ex-
pofed in very few and plain Words moft agree-
ableto the trush, and do moft exactly anfwer to cx-
perience ; nor is there any reafon of blaming me be-
caufe of my {peaking fomewhat obfcurely, fecing it
is evident that not one of my Predeccflors did ever
exhibit (or publifh) any of thofc things.  Well, what
fhalll fay ? Excellent Gold may be extrated out of
all the kinds of Metals, by the help of Salt-petre; yea
withfo much facility 5 that it would feem an incre:
dible thing to moft Men, though 1 fhould clearly fer
down all the circumftances, word for word : But yet
this (extraction is) not (to be done) without the be:
nefit (or help) of © and ) : For when we have a pur-
pofe of augmenting any thing, there muft in the firft
place of neceflity be the feed of the thing that is to be
augmented, and according to the quality of the feed
there muft be a fit matrix in which it may take its
growth or increafc.  For example; When we feck

Mircrals, and will thereby augment it felf. And if | for the increafing of any vegetable feed, we prepare

1o be that there be any thing fublimed up to the neck
of the Retort it may be taken thencefrom, and be re-
duced to a kind of Tintture. And fo we may here
have a particular avgmentation of @, anda matter
whereoutof a Tintture may be prepared. .

NB. The s of & or ) may be reduced by a fecret
fufion (or fufile matter ) whereby it prefently yields

Likewife too, the ¥ of 2 or & may be artificially
diftilled, purified, and prepared for a fingular Medica-
ment 3 But yet let no body perfwade himfelfthat fuch
a diftillation is to be perfected after the common way
with retorts or cucurbites,for it is a meerly vain th'mg
10 hope for the feparation of the pure from the im-
purcthat kind of way, for becaufc the fire forceth up
thegood and bad alike, the whichthingis not atall fo

* done by my more fecret Philofophical diftillation; for

by it, the moft purc foul only of the Metal is driven
up; as for the terreftreity that remains,itis feparated
of it felfby that more impure (thing) to which it is
conjoined, and makes a dirtyith flime.  The
purer part will be found (by the help of the Cementa-
tory Copple) to contain both @ and 3 5 as well the
purer part of that which is prepared by it felf of this
(bare) ¥ of D and T : as that which is prepared of
fuch(a %,) as by whofe help fixt and volatile
Gold hath been educed (or gotten) out of the nitrous
Water ; which way alfois a moft compendious one,
of reducing the (cxtracted) volatile and fixt Gold.
For whenwe reduce this ¥ of Y or & by the help of
fufing things, fome part of the @ may cafily perifhand
evaporate : But now here, nothing at all peritheth :
For that which does not remain (behind) in the faid
artificial diftillation,and fo feparatc it felf from im-
purities, goes out (or pafleth over)and yields a moft
excellent Medicament more excellent than @ it felf,
which you are welltoobferve.

Befides too, it is a thing molt cafic to be done to fix

aconvenient Earth for the fame, to which Earth we
commit that feed, and fo the like fort of Herb buds
forth, which doth again produce thoufands of feeds;
which feeds are again put into the Earth,and fo arc
multiplied even to infinity. This multiplication of
Vegetables is fufficiently enough known, and a moft
calie work it is to multiply a Vcgetable,if we have but
its feed,and that it be well conferved leaft it dic. - So
likewife out of one Fire may be made many yea infis
niteother Fires, for one isalways kindled by another,
But when all thefeed is dead, ’tis an impoflible thing
to produce a new feed.

Therefore the moft Great and Blefled GOD, hath
moft excellently ordered it, fo that the feed of Vege-
tables may be kept the year about ; for if it Mould not
be fo, we might well fear the deftruction of the chicf
Herbsin theWinter feafon,which now (by the benefic
of their feeds fowed in the Earth) we are able to pro-
ducea new.

Now the progrefs or order of the feed of Animals
is widely different from thefe,although that even they
are committed to fuch like Animal bodies, as being
their fruitful foil, for multiplication -fake : But yet
this fowing is done by a vaftly different way from
that of Vegetables 5 For we can kecpthe feed of the
Vegetables, and carry it from place to place and fo
plant or fow it inany part of the Earth we pleafe;
which cannot be done with the fced of Animals for we
cannot fo conferve that, or tranfport it out of one
place into another, or fow it as lifteth us our felves.
But it muft be committed unto the matrix, in that very
moment of time that it paffeth out, for it cannot be
fruitful and entire if it be but a moment of time out of
thebody- The fowing therefore and conception are
performed both together by both bodies, iz. by the
Male and Female. The caufe of this thingisthus,
becaufethe feed of the Animals abounds with a vola-
tile, invifible, and living Spirit ; which once loft the
work of multiplication is wholly takenaway. There-
fore like as onc [ Animal] multiplication is perfected
fois the other; nor may we by any means tranfgrels
the courfe of nature. R
In like manner are the Mincrals alfo multi-
plicd, and by the fame manner that it is once per-
feCted by, is it 5o be always after perfetted Tblyé
{l
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The Multiplication of the Vegetables and Animals
is well cnough known to cvery one,and is every where
done, nor (by reafon of its being fo very coramon)
doth it at all cavfe in any onc an admiration; But the
multiplication of the Minerals isnot fo publick a thing,
for there are but a very few that underftand it,
though it be as ealic as the multiplication of Vegeta-
blcs and Animals, infomuch that I alfo believe, that
there is not any one to be found, that is fo ftupidly
foolifh, that would not be able prefently to appre-
hend and do the fame, were the way but fhown unto
him. Now that therc are fo many that crre,and who
walk in an unlawful or contrary path, thisis not to -be
imputed to the art it felf, but to thofe that meddle
therewithal (o inconfiderately, and do not imitate na:
ture, who always keeps her courfe allotted her by God.

The Multiplication thercfore of the Metals doth
folely confift in the knowledge of the feed ; for as
the condition or quality of the feed fown is, like fruits
will follow, fuch nature as the feed you fow is of, fuch
fruits will you reap, and no other. For Example, I
feek after @ : Therefore I muft firft of all,of necellity
have the feed of @,at hand,afore Ican fow itsor mul-
tiply it. Now to have this feed, we muft not fet about
itwith words or imagination, but by (getting) the
knowledge of nature ; for fhe fhews us the fafeft way,
if we did not withdraw our felves from hearing her
teachus. Now like as fhe commits © and D to the
Earth, even fo,and no otherwife muft wealfo do, if
we hope for any good fuccefs.

And as we faid above, that there lies hiddenin e-
very Vegetable and Animal feed, a certain vital or
procreating Spirit, without which itis wholly unfit for
ought ; even fo, thererefidesa certain Spirit in the
Minerals, which vivifies and effetethall, which being
abfent, death it felf follows, This fpirit is of no
weight or form, and there is nothing to be feen by us
but only the habitation or houfe wherein it dwells ;
fo that fcarce the thoufandth part of the feed is life
and fpirit, all the reft isdead.  Thetruthof thisthing
doth (among other things) appear even from hence,
viz. if fome Vegetable feed be kept beyond its duc
and naturally appointed time, whereby the Vegeta-
tive virtue and fpirit vanifheth, it doth not yield any
fruit at all, nor can it multiply it felf, though it hath
its former fhape, bignefs, and former weight. And
therefore, there is not any thing in the three-fold
Kingdom of either Vegetables, Animals, or Minerals,
but is procreated and multiplied meerly and folely by
the benefit of this fpirit and implanted Life.

Therefore, even as all the Metals were firft wrought
after a fpiritual manner by the Stars in the Earth ( in
a convenient Matrix) by the Stars, and made fix ; o
according as the Matrix it felfis purc or impure, fo
pure or impnre Metals are generated ;now the Matrix
of all things is water or moift carth, in which the Stars
arecongregated (or united together) are made cor-
poveal, grow up, and are multiplied. Here there-
fore, if Art would imitate nature, there are required
Male-like Aftrums and Feminine Matrixes, in which
the Aftrums may excrcife their operations. There-
fore by how much purer the metallick Aftrum or feed
is, and the Matrix purer, fo much the nobler effect is
produced ; and fo on the contrary.

But fecing that thereis not any Star nobler than ©,
nor Matrix nobler than ), there is no more required,
but that we make common @ Aftralby Art ; and that
weprepare » on fuch wife, as that it may be inftead

i come fuch Children as wiil be Iike their Parents. Nor

is there any ground for any onc to think that there is
any other way allotted to avzment © and 2, befides
that afore mentioned which is to be initituted in a
fpiritual manner : After this manner the World iz
{elfwas Created, where the Spirit of God moved up-
onthe Water and impregnated it and cven as we
daily fee that the Stars do impart to the inferiour
things their virtues, and they are therehy maltiplicd 5
cven fo may we do the fame by art in thefe inferiour
things; for fuch as are above, arc alfo bensath,
Thofeaboveare beyond our reach 5 but the inferiour
ones, not fo: For art can do the fame with or upan
the inferjour things, as the Stars upon the fuperiour
ones. As Hermes doth clearly’ demonftrate in the
Smaragdine Table. He that underftands thefe my
fayings, will alfo underftand thofe things, which Paras
celfisdelivers in his Book ofthe exation of Alchymifts,
in the 5rh. Rule efpecially of 3 ; and Befil (Valentine)
where he treats of Sulphur.

It isa thing molt eafic to be done, but moft difficult
to be found out, to multiply even the moft vile Me-
tals,by the help of the Aftrams,and by this cret way.
He that well knows Salt:petre and can rightly handle
the fame, will by the help thercof perform a many
profitable things; for as it is altogether impoflible to
get © outofthe viler Metals, withoutit: So on the
contrary it is moft cafie fo to do by its help.  Bricily,
He that knows how to handle Salt-petre aright, he
will excellently well underftand the Writings of the
Philofophers, and let him know, that he has a light
given him, to arrive unto great Secrets.

For we mayextra® © and 9, out of all the com-
mon meaner or viler Metals, fo that an expert Chy-
miltneeds not feck after peregrine, or ftrange Mate-
rials.  An excellent purification, fixation, and ang-
mentation may perfetly be done by the help of Salc-
petre, which being a thing that but few know of, fo
feems it impoflible, and yet the things | propound arc
mofttrue. It makes bodiesvolatile and fpiritual, and
by and by again makes them fixtand compact : So that
unto it alone is that faying of the Philofophers due,
(Miake the fixe volatile, and the volatile fixr) and to no
other Subjects: Now if Metals be not fpiritnalized,
there’s no hopes of their augmentation. ~ Of fomething
mnft a nothing be made,and again out of the nothing mufk
Jomething proceed : So faith Paracelfus, which likewife
is very true, though there are but a few that belicve
thefame.

‘The melting together of varioufly mixt corporeal
tl{mgs, yields forth neither © nor ) : Butcontrary-
wifeafpiritual Union which is done with a moft {trong
heat, is a notableauthor (or promoter) of Multiplicz:
tion ; for the Spirits do moft notably penetrate,and by
varioufly acting upon each other, do induce alterati-
ons and meliorations, which is denicd to dead bodies
to perform. The Spirit doth diverfly beftow a life,
and vivifieth, but the body isof no other ufe, but to
yieldan houfeor habitation tothe Spirit ; thewhich
is well to be regarded. L

Thofe metalline Spirits(when the work isfinifhed )
do infinuate themfelves anew into other bodies, which
bodies they make far better than the former were, and
all this by the help of Salt-petre:

As long as they knew the ufe of Sulphur (Salt-
petre I believe he means) they enjoyed Monarchy
(without fervitude to others) (and this was even to
the time of Dioclefian the Emperour, who knowing
their power, commanded all the Books they ufed,
tobe burnt) and then their Monarchy and their Art
it felf perifhed together.

The Poets have feigned many fories of Fupirer’s
Golden fhower; certainly did we but know the man-
ner of duely managing Salt- petre and ¥ together,
we fhould be likewife able to produce the golden
fhower.

Jupiter, when ftirred up with anger, doth with his
Thunder and Lightning, ftrike a terrour into all the
Gods, and into whatfoever is upon the Earth; and
yet the rain that falls then, at fuch a time, is of an
excellent Quality, and makes the Earth more fruit-
ful than the rain that commonly falls is wont to do ;
becaufe there is a certain tinging and penetrating
fpirit ficking in the Thunder, that tingeth the air
and the rain, and animates it; if therefore we can
(by the virtue of Nitre, and this fame ¥ ) produce
fuch Thunders, & can give to the Thunder fire & air,
by which it might operate ; verily there would nothing
hinder, but that we might (Fupiter-like ) make 2
Golden fhower too. The purer the ¥ fhali be, and
the more clear the Air, fo much the purer will the
Rain be, and the Air is more impregnated and fil-

Oon this wife prepared, 6ut of one place intoa-
nother, and conferve it like a Vegetable feed, to
be implanted into all the Metals, in time and place
convenient ; which blefling, we rightly attribute to
the bleffed great GO D, the giver of every good
thing, in the firlt place, and then to Salt-petre as be-
ing the Northern Monarch.
It now remains, that we briefly fhew, by what
means that Nitrous water, out of which that moft
noble Pear], © and Gems are taken with the Net,
may be prepared for farther ufes, fo that fuch a
fithing may need but very fmall cofts, and may ne-
verthelefs (befides the daily food which it moft plen-
tifully provides us) beftow on us a moft excellent
medicament.
We have taught in the foregoing diretions, how
we may by the help of Agua-fortis or Aqua-regia moft
eafily extract both the fixt and volatile @ and ) out
of the Metals, Flints, Sand, Clay, and fuch fubjets
as are every where obvious, and precipitate, coagu-
late, dry, and reduce it into afixt metallick body.
Now in doing thefc things, part of the feparatos
ry water heré ufed, is as yet good cnough, and may
be kept for farther ufes; but part thereof (wiz.)
that which is extracted out of the Metals by the
help of common water, is, by reafon of the mixing
fweet or fair water therewith, rendred too weak for
operating withal, and therefore muft it be corretted
and amended by fome certain fingular way, fo as
it may be again ufed about doing the fame work.
Were itnot for cofts and labours we might fepa-
rate that fair water from the Agqua-fortis and Agqua-
regia, by the benefit of a glafs Cucurbite, but foraf:
much as there is given us a morc compendious way,
we will make choice of that.
For. he that intends to get himfelf riches by the
benefit of this feparatory work delivered by me, or
by the extraction of O and >, will nced a great
deal of Agua-fortis and Agqua- Regia, for what profit is
itif you would extract them out of (but) a few Metals

, allthe weaker, but it retains the virtues of extradling
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or Minerals ? Sceing that fearce the one half of thofe

This precipitation being made, and the clear water

The Redudtion being made of @ and D which
we are now made partakers of, that goldenifh filvery

Malle is to be granulated, and to be diffolved in new
Aqua-fortis,and be precipitated with that Agqua-regia
by the help of which, © hath been extracted out of the
Metals; the Cheefe is to be freed from the water by
fqueezing it, and is to be fprinkled over with 2 fixt
Salt, and to be melted.  And all thefc Operations are
to be fo oftenrepeated as neceficy fhall require, 2nd
there fhall be at hand any Metal whercout-of Gold may
becxtrated ; and [o there may thence arife a continual
Labour, which is beneficial, becaufe that Aqua fortis
may (when the Labour or Operation is finifbed ) be
ufed about other fuch like extractions, and that which
is the weaker fort may be prepared into Salt-petre :
out of which may he mace ancw, excellent Aguasfortis
by the addition of Vitriol or Copperas, and fo deftil-
ling them.

But hethatwants fuch
like Silver Veflels or cannot buy them, he may make
ufe of Glafs ones fo long till he can get Silver ones;

lealt the Agua:regia extrat the Copper thereout of,
and fo the Veflels (efpecially the Cucurbites) do in
procefs of time get anundue foftncfs.

quantity by the aforefaid way : For when all circum-
{tances fall not out asis witht, the blame is not to be
imputed tomy defcription, but to the ignorance and
unaptnefs of the Chymift himfelf.

1f now thofe good men cannot accomplifh fuch ope-
rations which arc word for word faithfully defcribed
unto them s how would they be able then to arrive
by fpeculations and various trials to the knowledge of
any thing, as I my felf have done? 1 do thereforcat:
teft here too, that we arc able moft eafily to prepare
not barely 10 or 20, but cven 30, 40, §0 pounds and
more every day with onc only Furnace.

Nay more,if mendid moreaccurately ruminateupoa

It is altogether inconvenient to fhew fuch an artificial
deltillation unto fwinifh Men, itisonly due to the Lovers
of the truth, of iwhich fort there are to be found but 2
very few in this prefent age.

And that this is true, viz. thata moft grateful Spirit
of Salt may moft eafily be prepared in vaft quantity, doth
even hencefrom moft evidently appear, inthat there are
fome in thefe places who having followed my informa-
tion, do, becaufe of their making it in great plenty and

without any great Labour, fell 2 pound thereof for an im-

perial- - For my own particular affairs do not permit me
to take on me that Labour, yet notwithftanding, I have
beftowed the artifice on fuch Men as now know it as well
as | my felf do, and who likewife do make that Spirit in
fuch quantity as may fupply all Europe. But forafmuch
as 1 did not heretofore find out fo far, as to fee it excel
Aqua-regia in the extraction of Gold out of fuch Stoes,
Sand, and Clay as contain Gold in them, and which are
every where obvious. 1 could not omit the commend-
ing of it in this place, moft highly unto all Men; for
thatSpirit hath an efpecial delight in @, not only in that
which is fixt, but alfo with that which is volatile, where-
by it extradts it and renders it fixt.  There are fome
Minerals, Stones, Sand, Earths, which have in them a-
bundance of volatile Gold, which is not in the leaft dura-
ble (or fixt,) butis carried up (or forced away) in the
form of a vapour and vanifheth into the air, and fo con-
fequently not atall to be accounted for truc @, fecing
it cannot brook the force of the melting Fire.  Befides
this, there do oft-times occur moft precious Treafures
of no profit to any man, which may be brought to moft
eminent ufes (or benefit) by the Extraction, Precipitati-
on, Cheefe-making, and Liquefattion delivered by me.
For fuch Metals as the Spirit of Salt do not tie and make
fixt in the extractions, » or ® makes them fuch, with
which we have taken or fifht the S2/ out of the Agqua-regia
or Spirit of Salt ; to the obtaining of which thisis alfo of
much conducement. If the Cheefe now made be altoge-
ther fixt by the help of an artificial Cement, and the gra-
datory fluxing matter be efpecially reduced in fuch a Vef-
fel,out of which not fo much as the leaft volatile part can
evaporate: by which it comes to pafs, that not only the
volatile Gold you have caught is made fixt, but even a

vention, and which is fo profitable to all Men.

But this Invention will be efpecially profitable in thofe
places of the World, where Agua-fors:s ismuch ufed, and
is prefently after the firft ufing thercof, thrown away as
unprofitable, as it ufually happens in the Mint houfes,
where abundance of ) and @ is feparated in great quan-
tity,and confequently abundance of gu.-fortisconfum-
ed, fo that by the benelit of this invention of mine, we
might get much every year ; but moft of all in thofe plas
ces where are found fuch Stones and Sand which are en-
dued with Gold, but yet will not yield any by the help
of the ufual melting. .

Belides too, this invention is exceeding profitable for

fuch kind of Metals of @ and D, that have not as yet got-

Bat, for as much as there are many, who pretend that
fuch like Stones, Sand, Clay, and Mincrals as have Gold
in them, are no where to be found, and that confequent-
ly this invention of mine is altogether in vain: To
fuch as thefe I thus apply, wiz. That fuch like Subjects
are therefore unknown, becaufe few there are that feek
after them, or are willing to experience ought, but re-

[Fany one defires an eafier way of extracting @ let

as we have faid of Agua-furtis that hath been already
ufed.

ties, but deride themtoo) I thought it not much from the
purpofe, if I hewed fomelittle place only, where you may
find fuch Metals (or Ores) as arc endued with Gold,which
notwithtanding were never brought into ufe, that fo it

The reafon is this, becaufe the Iron being purged
in a_ftrong Fireis heapt up as it were into goldenifh
Scoria which but few know of, and will believe, though
itbe moft true.  For whena Metal is fo burnt with fuch
a vehement Fire as to refemble glafly Scoria, it hath
gotten toit felf a more noble nature, and thenceforth
is able to exhibit or yicld good So/ - Yea though they
be the Scoria of g tor &', which thing that excellent

he (aid, If any onc makes 2, & or & into Glafs, and redu-
aeth ity itwill notbe ¥, @, 0r & but @ : And if any one
frall turn @ into Glafs, and then veduce it, it will pot ke ®,
but TinGture.

Nor was this knack unknown to Brace(cus, who taught
the making of the Philofophers ftone out of the fcoria of
Iron, but he is laught at, by another Philofopher, though
undefervedly. Though I do not know the way ofex~
tralting the Tincture out of Iron, yet this [ knows; that
there have been many who have extratted good Sof by
Agua-regia out of the very green Scoria of Iron, when
notwithftanding, the J it felf out of which the Scoria
came was deftitute of Gold ; the caufe whereof we fhowed
but now.

Now if they had but known my invention of moft
eafie preparinga convenient Menftruum for the extra®t-
ing of the Tinclure, and then the manner of afterwards
feparating the Sof again, without lofing the Water, ccr-
tainly they would have beenable to perfed that Extra-
tlion with a great deal of benefits whereas (not having
this ) they only beheld the poffibility of the thing without
proft,

. For if this Labour be inflizuted according to my inven-
tion afore- written, we may extradt the Fenrs{ which com-

whole Inhabitants of thofe parts.

The Maene is a River moft abounding with Boats and

Fifh; it hath its rife out of a very high pine-bearing Moun-
tain, it is in fome fort conjoined with three bordering well
known Rivers, Sata, Adrana, and Nava; which again
fpread themfelves unto the # quarters of Heaven, as E4S,
Southy and North. (This pinifcrons Mowntain is not barely
one Mountin, but confifts of many which are exceeding full of
Pine-trees, Beech, Qakes, Birch, and other Trees et wery
thick_ togetker, and fo yields an Harbour for both wild and
tame Beafls.
. This Pine-bearing Mountain, and which is the higheft
inall Germany (and of which Gafpar Brufchins wrote a par-
ticular Treatife, which is exceeding profitable for fuch as
ftudy metallick affairs to read, ) is ftored with many nota-
ble Metals (or Ores.) ., For there was not only Gold digs
ged out plentifully in various parts of that Mountain,
many years fince, (and thereupon there’ a City called
Goltgangh by the Germans, as if you fhould fay a Vein of *
Gold: ) But withal the other more common Metals that
lie here hidden do for the moft part all of them contain
Gold, with notwithftanding is not at this day by reafon
of the ignorance and unskilfulnefs of Men feparated from
them. Nor are the bare Metals only of that place all of
them endued with Gold, but almoft all the Earths, Sand,
and Stones have o/ in them. Yeaeven in this time even
Antimony the firft Ens of Gold is digged out in that
place.  Therefore it may moft eafily be proved, that this
Mountain out of which-the Mhene flows for this ftuffed
with Sol both in the outfide and infide parts, with which
proof I muft at prefent in this place reft, leaft Ithould be
too tedious. All fuch as are skill’d in metallick Affairs do
well know, that all the metalline Ore, that they get in and
about this Mountain, is endued with Gold.

The moft ftudious fearcher of nature Authefius in Sa-
repta teftifies that he faw an Iron Stone or Ore endued
with Veins of fixt and malleable Gold.

The afore-praifed Gafpar Brufehins in the defcription
of this Mountain, mentioneth among(t other things, that
in alittle Town called Einfedel, fitvate near the faid
Mountain, was a Tin- mine heretofore found, by the Trea:
fures of which the aforefaid little Town was built. There
"did a certain Metal-man called Sigi/mind Wang learn
“from an_fralian Woman, whom he marricd after the
’dcath of her former Hufband, how Sul was to be fepa-
I

raed from Fupiter: From whence he got him fo much
. riches, that even afore he died, he caufed an egregious HOI.
{pita

fpital to bebuilr, and withal contributed thereto many
thoufands of Crowns, with which twelve ancient Men,
and thrce Pricfts thould be always nourithed 5 to the per-
formance of whieh there is verily a great deal of Gold
required yearly.

{his now is not to be at all accompted as a meer
fable, but the very pure truth: For in that edifice,
the Effigics of the Founder Sigifmmnd Wang, and the
Foundrefs Barbary, ave yet to be feen cven at this
very day. Of “which likewife Adatthew  Merianus
in bis Delcriptionof Fravconia, makethmention,  But it
is fufliciently enough cvident (befides thefe Teftimonies)
that this Mountain is repleat with Metals (or Ores) and
efpecially with Golden oties, both withinand without, and
hence arofe that Proverb of the ancients, viz.  That the
Country-man doth in this Pinc-bearing Mountain often-
times throw a ftone at an Ox(or Cow,) that is more
worth than the Ox it felf.  Strangers give credit herc-
unto, as Jealrans and others, and do yearly vifit this
Mountain, and dig the Gold out of thole places where
they know there lies much hidden, and take it up at
their backs, and carry it away with them: And ma-
ny fuch there have been with me, who have afforded
their help to ftrangers in digging out Gold : Who for-
afmuch as they knew not the manner of extracting it
(and that they underftood by others that Ialfo dealt-in
Metals,) brought me various kinds of Earths, Stones,
Sands, Clays, that 1 might try whatwas in them : and
they did all of them abound with Gold.

The Country-men that live about that Pine-bearing
Mountain do daily for Gaine’s fake carry fuch earths and
i‘loncs, endued with Gold, unto Norimberge ; which one
or other likewife buys, extralling thence by melting ex-
Cellent Gold.

But now if fo be thefe men did but know the extration
of ' by thelelp of Agua-fortis only (without melting)
cut of the earths and ftones (as is here taught) : the needy
Country-men might live like the richelt Citizens, the
Gitizens like the Nobles,and the Nobles like Princes;
which fecing it hath not fo pleafed God (to have it) all
(thefe) things have remained hidden. Every one may ea-
fily believe the things 1 here utter, fecing it is already
taken for granted that this Mountain doth abound with
cgregious Metals (or Ores) and efpecially with Golden
nes. Upon this accompt therefore the moft Noble
Marquefs of Arfpach whois Lord of this Pine-bearing
Mountain hath prohibited any Foreigner from exporting
fuch Earths(or Ores) thence for the time to come; and
though he hath thereby done fomething to it, yet he can-
not wholly hinder it, forafinuch as that Mountain is too
valt and large.

But now when I pafs down from this pine-bearing
Mountain along the Mbene downwards, to fuch placesas
are more plain (or cven ground ) where Wine and Corn
grows,there’s nobody fecks after So/and Luna there, but
each man profeffcth himfelf well enough content with
the Wine and the Corn, nor hath there been any Metal
digged thence or theve fought for many years : Becaufe
they thonght that no plains can produce Metals, which
thing I judge to be falfe, and do gain-fayit; and con-
trary-wife affirm that there are fome parts in plains,
that as to the production of Metals may be compared
with the moft high Pinc-bearing Mountain. Now, clfe-
where there ly high Mountains of each fide of all the
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Gold and Silver,but as is faid there areevery where found
fome footings (as "twerc) that contain Gold and Silver,
and that fuch Stones i the AMhene are rarely without Mc.
tal : Butno body proves or tries them, or puts them o

ufe.

At Bamberg (which isan Epifcopal Metropolis ) meq
are become mot¢ diligent, infomuch that they have founq
out feveral places wherein s to be had the Metal (or Ore)
of Sol : Such as this Metal (or Ore) of Su/, hath been very
oft-times brought me by the Inhabitants of that City, by
allof it in a manner did contain a fluxile and immaEurc
Gold, which cannot be extratted by the common way of
melting, but vanitheth away into the Air, and fo [ did nog
at that time much efteem it, but leftit 25 an unprofitale
Ore. Butnow! have found that fuch fluxile Metals (or
Ores) of Sol may bebrought in ufe, not by the help of 5
vehement melting, but only by a nitrous Water, in which
this kind of fluxile Metal (or Ore) of Sof is fixed in the ex.
tracling it, and then ftays in the melting, and yields per-
fect Sol,

Concerning fuch a fixation of fluxile Sof in ftones, by 4
nitrous Water, I did not at that time know it, otherwife
this knowledgeof mine would have been extraordinarily
profitable to the Inhabitants of thofe places.  Yea and tig
Bithop of Bamberg himfelf who is a great Lover of the Me:
tals gave me fome proofs of his Clemency for fervicesof
no moment that 1 did him, fo that I would. then gladly
have beftowed my uemoft power in lieu of his favours, but
nothing could beeffected by the way of melting,becauft of
the volatility of fuch a Metal. Butnow there may be ga-
thered very confiderable Treafures by the benefit of ni-
trous Water. For not far from Bamberg, there is founda
Stone of great bignefs that is exceeding full of Granates,
which are about the bignefs of Miller or Hemp:fecd:
Befides too, all{the Mountains of that place do molt plen:
tifully abound with Metal (or Ore) of So/,

There is fuch a Vein of unripe Gold, not far from Ban.
berg, that lies thwart the Mbere, which much hinders the
Veflels, and efpecially thofe Boats which are wont to
bring vat quantitics of Boards, Beams, ¢c. yearly ; in-
fomuch that they cannot always get over it, but at fuch
time only when the waters are increafed. Now inthe
Summer time, when Rain hath not fallen awhile, this
Vein is feen bare, when the water is fallen away fome
Ells height ; and hereupon the Mariners have fmote a-
gainft it with force, and Tools therreby to remove ir,
if poffible, but all in vain.

But for as much as I never was minded to run thither,
nor yet am fo conditioned, as that €nvions Dog, who
having hay under his pofleflion, could neither eat it him-
felf, nor would fuffer the Ox to eat the fame ; therefore
1 was willing to lay open thefe things: I cannot at pre-
fent fay any more of this fluxile Ore of @ yet if any
one defires more, let him repair to anlnhabitant and Ci-
tizen of Bamberg, by name N, N. a Farrier, who many
times delivered to me that kind of ore during my aboad at
Kirzing. This man will fatisfy every ones requeft, and
will fhew where it is to be found.

There have verily been others that have brought un-
to me various kinds of Ores; but I have long fince for-
gotten their names. If you only feek, you will find in
that place, abundance of fuch Golden Metal (‘or Ores)
but all of them in a manner, fluxile (or crude,) and pof-
fefling but little fist Gold, and although they fhould not

apply themfelves to the work.

Butindeed the Corn and the Wine which God hath fo
abundantly vouchfafed to thofe Countries, is the caufe
that no body minds any thing elfe, for they have enough
to fuffice them, and therefore leave the Metals (or Ores)
of @ and 2 untoucht.

Without doubt, the whole Wood that reacheth from
Wirtzberg or Kuzing, even almolt to Bamberg, is full of
Metals (or Ores) and,yet (as far as1 know) there is not
digged any of the Metal (or Ore) of Solor Luna therein,

It is reported that there was Sof and Luma digged
up heretofore at Caffel 5 at the other fide of the Mhene,
towards the Town which the Germans call Roningfhocfen,
in the Mountain they call 1agbetgh,there was heretofore,
Copper digged, which now is left of, becaufe the Copper
is ot fufile enoughsnor hath itany fulphureous flint joined
with it, by the help of which it is made fluxile (but is)
inclofed ina Sandifh Store. Now out of 100 weight of
this, there can hardly be extracted, by the help of a ftrong
melting fire siij.tb. for the Sandy Stone being deftitute
of a fulphureous flintinefs, doth in the melting turn the
Copper it felf together intoScoria; yetnotwithftanding
we are able by the help of Vinegar to extract above xij.
or 7. 1, of Copper, and this I have tryed more than
once.  But whether or no that Metal (or Ore) of Cop-
per, contains in it any Volatile Gold, I ncver tryed, but
that there is fome D thercin, is true ; yea,and the Cop:
per is very malleable, and we can thence extract by the
help of Vinegar, that which is moft fair, and this 1 hum-
bly declared to the moft noble Mo;uztine Eletor,he be-
ing at this time Bifhop of Wirtzberg ; but by the Tryers
(or Refiners) of that place, it is haply accounted of as un:
profitable becaufe it yields but little by thehelp of Fufion.

I mult necds confefs that but little can be gotten out by
melting, but fuch Copper may be profitably extracted by
the Acetum of the Wood, which Grows in the places all
about in abundance, and may be had for nothing.

The Mhene doth every where yield fuch kind of Flints
asare endued with Gold. Near Carltad: there offers it
felf in a Wood a certain white and fat Earth, and after
fome fort filverifh, otherwife firm (or ftrong,) and is fit
for making of Crucibles, and other Inftruments (or Vef-
fels)to beufed about the Fire.

You may likewife find fuch conditioned Earth at Klin-
genberg upon the Mhene, where moft excellent Wine
grows, which the Glafs-malers of Spechart ufe to make
the Crucibles or Pots in which they melt their Glafs.

It hath not as yet been known that there hath been any
Orefound in the County of Wertheimen where great plens
ty of Ruffeliein Wine is gathered 5 yet neverthelefs I have
proved feveral Earths, which [ found about Breiberg,
which is the inexpugnable Caftle of the Lord Charles Fer-
dinand the Count of Wertheimen, in which1 found there
was contained much Gold.

Befides thefe, I found oppofite to Wertheimen where
there are Vineyards, an Iron ftone (white like fnow, co-
vered over with other ftones,) which is endued with )
and @ as to the external fhape it refembles a white Flint,
very weighty, foas that it fearce yields to the weight of
apicce of Iron of like bignefs : But it is nothing regar-
ded, and is accompted of as a common ftone.

The County of Erbach doth indeed yield plenty of
Iron, but there is nothing at all found of other nobler Me-
tals;, yet my opinion is,that even in this Iron are contain=
edboth ® and D ¢ becaufe that there is fand found in fe:
veral places thereof which yields good Gold, as I have
obferved more than once ; the extrattion of which may

Likewife Talk of fundry kinds'is found in the fam-
ces, which is endued with ®and D : and it would eafily
yield them forth, were it but rightly. handled, and- dealt
with according to theway by me prefcribed : which hi-
therto we never heard to have been done by any. '

Nor are the Metals (or Ores) of lefs goodncfs that are
inthe Specharten Wood,and the bordering Countries; and
yet notwithitanding s cvident that it yiclds nothing at
all fave this, viz. That there is excellent Salt made there
and Glafs, in great plenty. ltis a thing well enough
known to all men that here are various Metals (or Ores)
found, but never hath any fo procured as to have them
wrought upon, and thereby to enjoy them. - .

We find in feveral places, an Earth impregnated with
white, black, and yellow Talk, efpecially (in that part)
which is near to Afchiburg, and which contains both D,
and ®: which notwithftanding by reafon of the fmal<
nefs of the quantity thereof have never hitherto been
thencefrom feparated.

Not far from a Village which the Germans call Schilt-

kropthere offers it felf a ftony Talk, fomewhat ruddifh,
which befides Copper contains alfo volatile @, and of no
ufe at all becaufe there’s but little ¢ therein contained,and
that the @ is volatile and cannot be obtained by the meang
of melting. Perhaps this Talk was known even of old
tirne, for the place where it is found in plenty is by the
Inhabitants of that place called the Gold-pit even to this
dl?y : for itis not incredible but that there was Gold found
there.
However there is notat this time any extratted out of
that Talk. I have very often extracted thence moft beau-
teous Verde-greafe by the help of deftilled Vinegar. For
fecing that there is plenty of Wood to be had in that
place, and confequently requires no cofts, we may get us
vaft quantities of Acetum graris, (or for nothing) : and
by the help thercof extraét the Copper out of the faid
Talk: Verily many noble Nen would have (thencefrom)
whereon to live honourably. .

NB. But if we make a.Spirit of Salt, and with it being
fortified with a fourth part of Nitre, extract the Copper
and the ® out of the faid Talk, and then firft catchthe ®
by R, and then precipitate the ¢ by &', we hall not only
have very malleable Copper, but fhall likewife receive
evenpure @3 and his I teftify upon my own knowledge.
He that hath determined the experimenting of thefe
things, and yet fees that he does not rightly perceive the
thingswe have here mentioned,I advife him to come unto
mein a friendly way,and I will not be wanting unto him to
ferve him and the Country by any farther information,
Verily there lie hidden incredible Treafures in thofe
places,which none know of,and which yield nothing at all
by the help of Liquefaction, and which we are conftrained
if we would have them fixt and metalline to make them fo
by the benefit of a fharp Water, and this I was willing to
openand notifie for the Countries fake. .

O thou Zoilift or Carper that underftandeft not this
knack, pafs not thou thy judgment hereupon, but rather
cxantine thy Wines, and tell us which is beft, either the
Heubachen, Klingenbergick , or Wertheimen fort : Verily
neither of thefe Liquors though they are ftrong, are con=
venient for the extracting of #enus and Ssl out of that
Talk: Thereisa far ftronger required, to wit, fome ni-
trous Spirit of Salt, or Spirit of Nitre acuated with come
monSalt. When the extration is ended there may be
gathered plenty of Nitre out of the remaining DMenftru-
um. Infomuch that there is nothing elfe reqoired but
labour, for the cofts expended on the work are not at all
confiderablesAnd thus in alittle fpace of time, we may
get a great quantity.of Copper and Sof.. o

After the fame manner as we have fiown that it 15 3

be excellently well performed by the benefit of Salt-
petre.

Cccce thing
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thing-poflible to extract Volatile Sol by the belp of Salt-
petre out of fuch a difegarded Talk and other Stones,
and to make it fixt; fo we can alfo extra®t the fame ouc
of feveral other Minerals, that are plentifully enough
lying on both fides of the Ahenc, Sothat now, no body
hath any ground to fay that the Ores cannot be found in
this or that Country, or fuch convenient Minerals, as
out of which we may extradt the volatile and alfo the
ripe Gold acording to Glauber's prefeription.

1f now fuch may be found in thofe places that are adja-|

cent to the Mhear, which we always judged to be void
of fuch treafures, what fhall we not find in thofe places,
which have already yiclded us various kinds of Meraks
for fome hundreds of years fucceflively, and do yet daily
cxhibit them; fuch as as are Haffiz,the Dukedom of Brunj-
wick, Saxany, Thuringia, Moravia, Bohems:r, Hinigary, and
that fuch like parts of the Earth abound with Metals.
Therefore, Eriendly Reader, do not thou perfwade thy
felf that therc is any place in which we arc not able to
extract many good things out of the Earth.

1 have likewifc found various Metals in our Holland,
and yet riever; did any one ever hear that there was the
lealt particle of them thercin found, efpecially in that
place that they call Velauw; yet notwithftanding it yields
Veinsof Iron, and a Yellow Sand which hathin it X& @.

Neither doth that, place afford only fuch Sand Stones,
& Earth, out of which volatile © & » may be extratted,
butwithal there offer themfelves at the Sea-fhore in thofe
Sand hills, which the Hollanders call Duynen, which the
ftony Sea heaps up, Stones of a Sky colour, which con-
tain 9. They are called by the Hollanders, Dltramarine.

In this place, is likewife gathered plenty of Oftiocolla
it is about the length and thicknefs of ones Finger; yea
and fometimes is as big as ones Arm and as in aclear
Seafon it is eafily noted, (or met with) fo ina Rainy Sea-
fon it is not to be feen: It isin fome fort hollowed in
the infide ; it is of a white colour, like ftone-lime, and
thercupon the Chyrurgions ufe it to confolidate the bro-
ken bones of their Patients.

Some (as they have related to me) have extracted >
thereout-of.  There is not therefore, any place that does
not contain fome Metal, and efpecially © and ).

Thus Friendly Reader, you fee that there are in all
parts of the Earth, fuch Subjects, as do contain, if not
fixt, yetat leaft wife volatile Gold; infomuch that no
body may on good ground, complain that nature hath de-
nyed him © and ¥, fohe but knows how, and be willing
to extrad it. .

Did Germay but know thofe Treafures which the
Earth contains, and did ufc themaright;; certainly they
necd not give place to the power of any Monarch. But
it feems as if God had calt a blindnefs upon men, or at
Jeaft keeps them blind, even until the due time approach-
eth of helping thofc that are his.

1 have here fhewn the way for the Country to get rich-
es and power by ; but as concerning the way by which
we may extrat both the volatile and fixt Gold out of
Stones, Sand, and Clay, without any confiderable labour
& cofts, acccording to this invention of mine ; I will fhew
it in my Laboratory, which by Gods permiflion, I have
begun to eret for the fake of Friends.

But whereas [ have omitted fome words in the defcri-
ption of this invention > you are to know that it was done
upon this account ; lealt otherwife fuch a noble Artifice
fould fall into the hands of my enemies; 1 wiil never be
wanting to illuftrate (or explain) fuch thingsas are fome-
what more obfcure, unto my friends. The main

“things are delivered clear enough, to fuch as are in

any meafure skill’d in Chymiftry, but the unskilful may
not hope for any thing elfe (thereby) but Jabour in vain.

1 could have exhibited the things I have delivered, iy
a briefer ftile,but upon conlideration of the common ygood
I would not; he that cannot from thefe things perceive
and learn ought, let him think that God is not willing to

i vouchfafe him the Grace of underftanding them.

\ And now, if I had been minded to have exalted this

work with mighty praifes, | thould not have done unfeem-

ly at all,for as much as this labour fhines even in the dark,
and makes many doubtful things firm and clear.

For by the means of this labour, we may get us, not

only abundance of ® and > very eafily, but likewife moft

\ excellent medicaments, and which arcnot to be accompt-

i ed common ; nay, even the off-drawn Salt-petre it felf;is

a moft excellent medicine for all Vegetables, becaufe it

is capable of multiplying them abundantly, in fo much

that he who is skilful in this kind of work ard does not
forbear from fetting about it, will never want any thing.

What greater things can aman defire from God, thana
found Body,daily Bread,and as much ® & ) as neceflity
requires ? now thefe gifts of God do abundantly flow in
upon us by this labour ; if it were not for the wicked Farn-
‘\ncrinniﬂ:s who are not worthy of any good thing, and do
[contemn every thing that they underftand not, and
(o confequently ) reftrain me from treating of thefe
things, with any longer and ciearer difcourfe. The whole
world would be amazed to fee the fo exceedingly cafie
i method of bettering of the Metals, and of making them
| perfect, and which method_but few there are that know.
| But whatfoever we have omited kere, fhall, God willing,
be fhortly delivered in my work of h, where we will de-
monftrate by what means ® and ) may be extracted with
exceeding profit out of vile (or common Lead, fo that
we need not any other fubject, but Lead and the Salt of
the Earth or a Mineral fire (by whofe help, nature bring-
eth (or advanceth) all Metals to maturity) for the per-
forming this work; and hence the word Alchymy (which
fignifies nothing elfe but the melting of Salt) feems to have
taken its original.

He therefore that knows how by the help of Salt, to
make Metals volatile, and again fixt (which is not to be
dore but by folution and coagulation) fuch an one knows
the true and nnfophiltcate Alchimy, and follows the uni-
verfal exhortion of the Philofophers,where they fay, Mae
the fixtVolatile,& thVolasile fix, Diffolve @ Coagulate,&c.

He that hath in any meafure meddled with Salt- petre,
eafily perceives what my meaning here is, and what I
drive at. He whom Nitre obeys;him doall things elfe obey.
I have determined(by God’s permiffion)ro ereta Tryum:
phant Chariot for Nitre,& to fet it thereupon,as the grea-
teft Monarch of the Word & to exhibitit to the ignorant.

Whereas now 1 had written down this moft noble way
of compendioufly extracting volatile and fixt Gold out
of Stones, Sands, and Earths, and of farther augment-
ing other @ and ) thereby, I found nothing pretermit-
ted of what may any waies help to the profitably accom-

But now again herc may arife another doubt, and it
may be demanded, how we may have fo much Spirit of
Salt for the moift way, or fo muchSalt and Nitre for the
dry way, as is requifite to make this extraction of the
Metals. ~Salt-petre is chargeable, and the Spirit of Salt
will be difficulcly gotten in fuch plenty; and haply they
will ftand us in more than the Gold thereby extracted
would be worth ? To fuch Ianfwer, Itis not fo precifely
neceffary to buy Salt-petre for this work, feeing that the
faid diffolvent when it hath done what you would have
it both in the dry and moift preparation, may be again
trned by the help of common Salt and other mean Sub-
jeéts, into excellent Nitre: fo as we may thence have
more Nitre, than it was afore. And farther, as concer:
ning the Spiric of Salt it may be made in great plenty, in-
fomuch that (by the benefic of one Furnace) there may
be daily made 50, 60, 70, yea 100 pounds thereof, and
outof every pound of Salt may youextrat a whole pound
of rectificd Spirit of Salt with the help of two or three
pounds of Coals : So that, that fpirit will in a manner coft
nothing at all fave Salt and Coals, which doth again after
it hath been put to its appointed ufe, yield more Nitre
thanthe Salt and Coals coft-  This operation therefore
may be done without any cofts as it were. The things I
here mention are truc, although I well know that fcarce
one of a hundred will belicve what 1fay ; however I mat-
ter it not,but it is fufficient to me that I know thefe things,
and can exhibit (or demonftrate) them toany Friends.

Albeit that this be a moft eafic Labour and of no ex-
pences toextract volatileand fixt Gold out of Ores, Sand,
Clay, according to the prefcribed rule ; yet I queftion not
but that many men that are given to flothfulnefs will de-
fire here, a yet cafier way, whercby they may heap up a
greatdeal of Gold withoutany trouble at all. To fuch as
thefe, I verily could fhew an eafier way of extralting ®
outof the Minerals without melting, did I not count it
wholly an unbefeeming thing, to detect all thefe fecrets

But indeed all men may ceafc to admire, when they [hall
confider that the Great and Blefled God beftows his gifts,
and the knowledge of Nature to fuch only as it Pleafeth
him, @iz, tofuch asbear an humble, and pious Mind 5
and contrariwife denycth them to fuch as are implous
and proud.

And here falls in a thing highly needfull to be known
by him cfpecially, who would effe ought in Chimiftry
with profit (and that is this, wiz,) That therc can be no
bettering of the Metals at all (be it either in the univerfal
or in a particular way out by the benefic of Sulphur (which
isithe father of all the Metals) & this both in the moift anfi
inthe dry way. ( NB. The Spirits of Salt, of Nitre, Vie
triol and Sulphur, ferve inftead of a fulphur though a
moift onc, and perform their office in the moilt way.)

If therefore all the Metals were atfirfta Sulphur (for
1o Metal is there wherein it may not be found, and be-
fides too, it is known to be inall the Vegetables) by what
means poffibly can it be, but that being by the helpof
a Sulphur, Salt, and apt Fire, reduced to fixity, it (viz.
any Metal) fhould yield good © feeing that it (viz. Gold)
is nothing elfe but a fixe pure Swiphur,  But for as much
as Sulpwr (as being of the Mafculine kind) cannot pro-
duce any Metal alone, but that there muft yeceﬂanly be

9 thereto adjoined, (as being of the Feminine kind); e-
very one is bound to feek after an apt or foitable © (as
being the Female) for his Sulphur (as being the Male) and
to join that 2 to this Sulphur, and let thefe two cele-
brate their Nuptials in Hell, where Z#lcan is Prefident.

Now then, when the Agent hath ated on the Patient,
and perfected the operation, whether by the moift or by
the dry way, it fhews’it felf to be a pure product, and
fo much the purer too, by how much the Agent and Pati-
ent were more or lefs pure.

When we fow fruitful Seed in a fatSoil, good Fruits
do thence - from proceed.

Now
if you meet with fuch a fubject as hath both Sulphur and
¥ alrcady joined together by nature; you are there only

Belp of Fire and Salt, bring it unto its due perfection,
swhich nature was conftrained rolcas valens ta leave imper:
fect, by reafon of the defect of Salt and fire.

T could here prefent the Student of Hermerick medicine,
with fuch a foundation, as out of which abundance of
commodious conveniencies might be expected ; but the
ingratitude of the men of this Age, prohibits the divulg-
ing fuch things.

Thercfore do [ herein follow Paracelfus, who faith, We
could wverily lay open moft mighty Arcana in a very few words,
if it feemed good unto God to grant wuto all men the fame (e-
quity of ) Rich:s.

Turn over and over his Writings, Reader; and thou
wilt eafily attain the foundation of the truth ; but efpe-
cially, view well fuch writings as hic hath left us concern-
ing Sulghur and Vitriol,which we will here rehearfe in this
place (becaufe of the affinity of the matter) for thy fake
and benefit, which writings of his if any one can make
nothing of, verily neither will he underftand thofe things
which we fhall add.

And now are all things (requilite) fufficiently laid o-

ed in Sulphury both asto Medicine and Alchimy, and 10 other
things, and wnlefs God be againt it and hinder, the operati-
ons of Sulphur are o ffupendions and admirable, thar the na.
tural Light in man cannot enongh admire them. Now if Gog
bimfelf dosh not binders then the defit is in the workmen,thae
Jfo handles the Sulphur as that the operation anfivers not 1o thy
implanted Virtue.

Now feeing that every babling fellow is a Phyfician, and
twery prater an Alchymilt, this & the canfe why (in plain
Terms) the Sciences (of Phyfick and Chimiftry) camnor be
brought to light,

This nowis the Foundation or Bafis, viz. That inSulphur
are contained fuch great Arcana and Virtues relating 1o
both Faculties (viz. Medicine and Alchimy) that zaiody
can cver fearch them ont [wfficiently : 1 fay that there lies fuch
excellens Virtues hidden therein, as may very defervedly canfe
in all Men great admiration, For after long experience ‘gamé,l
in both Faculties, fuch are the Virtues of Sulphur found azd
known to be, that there are not many other things that are e
ther its fuperionr, or which may thivewithal compare in Medie
cine and Alchimy.

Sulphu reproves Ariltotle, when as he faith that the fpe.
cies of things cannot be changed : For Sulphur s tranfmured;
did Ariftotle live now adays ke would whelly be afamed and
lufh,

Thus far he, as for the many more additionsthat he
makes every one may read them in his Works.

As concerning my felf, I fay thus, That nothing at all
can bedone in Alchimy without Sulphur or fulphureous
Salts 5 likeas without feed,neither Vegetable nor Animat
can; as is clearly evident,be poflibly generated. Swlpher
is inftead of Seed, and Merenry inftead of a Matrix: But
you muft not think that I do herc fpeak of common Sul-
phur only,and common Mercury : [ No!] I do comprife
under them fuch as are far more excellent, and this you
are well to heed. If now a metal be not fulphureous, it
mut be brought to a due foftnefs by the force of Fire,
which is done thus, viz. Making it red hot and quenching
it fome times in water. But if fo be_it is already foft
enough, then bare powdering it is fufficient, without fo
rmuch as ever hieating it red hot and quenching the fame.
Put this podwer in Pans of caft Iron, and that there may
be the lefs walte of Fire, let it be encompafled with a
wall or mured in a Furnace; fill them half full, and
pour thereupon (whether it be Metal or Ore, or Sand,
Stone; or Clay, or golden Mineral,) fo much of the water
which we fhall by and by defcribe, as the Iron VefTel can
contain, yet fo that the faid Veflels want of being top
full the breadth of 3 or 4 fingers,leaft as you ftirr it about
fome of it fpil over. This done, put toan hundred pound
weight of the Metal or Ore, about one pound of an aure=
ous, filvery, Magnet, Then put Fire under the Pans or
Cauldrons,and make the water boil, continually ftirring
the matter contained in the Iron Pans, with an Iron
Spatula.

Al Germany affords this fort of Iroii( that is thus cndu=
ed with Gold ) ina moft plentiful manner,& I could fhew
very many places in which it may be found, if fonie preg:
nant( or notable)caufes did notprohibit me from fo doing,

Buc that all men may know, that I tell the very truth,
and do not like a vain man tell you of great Treafures,
and that they,are every where to be found in Germany,
and yet notwithftanding by reafon of their riot being
known are not of any ufe ; I will thow fome of them with
my very Fingersds it were, which haply in refpect of
otherfome that I know not of as yet, will be but a very
few, and thefe very vile or poot, too. .

Firft of all then, all the Iron that isin the Pine.bearing
Mountain and about it, doth contain both fixt and vola-
tile @; and this I have often experienced fome years
fince, when I lived at Kitzing in Franconia, and extracted
thence from by the help of a melting Fire excellent ©:
For as then, the manner of extracting © from thence by
watersonly,without any melting fire,wasto meunknown ¢
For at that time thofe moft eminent Men Mr. Chriffopher
Herbft, the chief Phyfician of the Prince of Ar/parch,and
Mr. Adam Renningen the faid Prince’s Lieutendnt, and
chiefof his Houfe, (‘or Governour ) in the Caltle of Bla/~
Jenburg mear Culmbach, prefented me various kinds of
mincrals, to try what was in them contained: And a-
mongft thefe Iron ones I find all of them tobe endied
with Gold, which might be exceeding profitably extras
&ed thence by the afore-difclofed moift way. There
were likewife given me fuch like conditioned ftones and
metals (or ores) which were found near Bamberg,of whictt
we have faid fomewhatafore.  The truth of this thing is,
the more confirmed by ttie Lord Fleifhman, Governour of
the Province of Bamberg my fingufar Friend, who wrote
unto me fome few months fince, that an excellent Golds
mine is found in the Province of Bamberg, but yet that the
Gold thereof cannot at all be feparated from the Iron by
the force of Fire; which volatility of So/ I fignified to him
in my anf{wer might moft eafily be amended. .

Now like as allthe Minerals and the Ironit felf which
are found near the Pine-bearing Mountain, are very much
endued with Gold, fo thofe which are found in Mifnia;
Saxony, Thuringia, and Bobemia, do abound with )
both of which may be extra¢ted thence by theway by me

delivered, with very great profit. 1 know by good ex-
perience that in the Hungarian ® and > Mine-pits much
volatile Gold and Silver is forced away into the Air
through meer ignorance. .

Certain I am, that the Metals (or Ores) throughout
all Carinthia and Styria do poffefs much volatileand fixt
Gold ; efpecially the Iron Metal (or Ore): For 1 have
miany atimée made cxperiments of that thing.

Moreover, the Hircinian Wood, Brinfwsck, and Haf-
| fia yield fochkind of Mincrals. Nor is Sucvia deftitute
U'of fuch Iron asis impregnate with @ ; and amongft o:
- ther things I think good to declare, that fome few
months fince, a certain Bafilian Ruler fent me a potion
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of fuch kind of iron ; withal relating, that the lefler ex-
prriment did there yicld ten .Crowns of Gold, and that
an hundred weight was of this Iron fold for nine Florins
price. Which Iron when I hadtried by the helpofa fu-

fing or melting Fire I got afufficiently great quantity of

®, butin proceeding by my moift way, I got twiceor
thrice as much.

Such kinds of ftones as thefe are found in plenty
throughout all Germanygto which may be reckoned the
red and black Talk, the Irony Talk, black and red Gra-
netes, Smiris, Hematites, and the like, which always are
endued with ©, if not with fixt, yet with volatile Gold.
So that now it is manifeftly apparent, that in thofe places
wherc @ is digged,all the ftones are repleat with volatile
Gold at lealt, if not with fixt © too: like as all the Iron
that isdigged in Spain doth of a certainty befides volatile
Gold contain alfo corporeal Gold, Nay more, thereare
not only found fuch ftones that have Gold in them in
thofc hotter places, but alfo in moft cold places too,
witnefs Normay ; where yon may meet with whole Moun-

tains confifting of Iron, Talk, and Granates; out of

which there has not hitherto been any ® gotten by the

helpof a melting fire with any profit ; though I my felf

have found @, in the leffer experiments.

Laft year Mr. %. . brought me various Ores out of

the County of Eysfeldein, that I might try what they con-

tained. *Amongft others, there were fome little grains of

Iron round like a Peafe,though fomewhat leffer,thus gene-
rated in the Earth natarally : This Earthas I was inform
ed, is altogether black, one handful of which contains 1o,
15, 20 Grains : wherefore it is not improbable that all
the Earth of that place is repleat with Iron; thefe little
Grains are fo very tractable, as that they may be made
into Plates with an Hammer, and contain much Gold.

Such a kiad as this of black Iron grains (yet not fo round
or trattable as thofc but now fpokenof ) were brought
me from Saxony, which are endued with plenty of Gold,
but volatile ; they are eafily pulverifable, and (as was re-
Tated to me) arc to be found near the Mountain which the
Germans call Geyerfiei g where alfo s gathered a Tin ftone,
which doth alfo contain Gold, fuch as Mifnia yields more
plentifully. Out of 1co weight of this Tin, I found that
10 0r 12 Crowns of Gold might indecd be extracted; but
this work requires fuch cofts as far exceed the price of
that which is extratted : and therefore they fell off the
Tin, juft as "tis digged out, to avoid the expence of ex-
tracting the @.

“That which is gathered in the faid Mountain, I have of:
ten tried, nordid 1 ever find it deftitutc of ®, the which
may be verz' well extrated by my moift feparation.

The Stabeléin Abbot prefented me with fuch like Iron
ftones and feveral others that had Gold in them, toges
ther with diverfe Mincrals, fome 18 months ago, fome of
which were gathered in Wesphalia, fome in the Province
Luttinge,in that part that is under the Government of the
Elector of Cologre, P. M. The Prince himfelf having a
mind to fee by what means1 would cxtract the volatile
Gold out of them, came unto me, but he died in his Journy
homewards ; fince that I have not reccived any more of
fuch like aureous Metals (‘or Ores.)

Amongft other (Ores) I knew an Iron Metal (or Ore)
found in Weffphalia, the half whercof was very aureous,
but of no ufe, becaufe the Metal-men were ignorant of
the way of feparating thofe Metals from one another ;
whereas nowwithftanding both the purc Copper, and the
@it felf may be moft cafily feparated from the Iron ac-
cording to the way by me delivered.
~ There were alfo a while ago feveral Iron ftones
brought me by the Coloyne Merchants, and efpecially Mr.
Poter Sever (P M.) which are found in plenty in the
Mountains, and do abound with much @: Befides this
100, all the Mountains of Gerinany, do yield a yellow
Earth, endued with Ironand 3: of which kind a certain

Phyfician of Erfurt fent me fome, which (ashe related to
me) at Eysfeld near Erfurt towards the Province of A4
guntia is plenty thereof: '

Such an Earth containing filver, I my felf found here
in the bordering places twixt Arnheim and Embric
but not of fuch worth as that of Eysfelde is. !

Who knows but that that fame place which we call
Velaw hidesin it vaft Treafures. For I have found near
| Amheim a white Clay and Earth out of which I ex.
tratted fome ) : Yeaand I found there too, true Veing
of Iron, which whether or no they contain @ and » |
cannot tell : For I never proved them, but the firft oppor-
tunity I have I intend (God willing) to make an Effay.

Thus *tis evident that there is not at all wanting unto
us the matter of effecting fome good and profitable thing
by, but the loveof idlenefsis the reafon why we neglect
abundance of fufficiently obvious Treafures

The Earth nourifheth men of diverfe natures; for
fome of them are altogether flothful, fluggith, and extra.
ordinarily backward to labour, and yet neverthelefs get
fat bodies enough : On the other hand,there are fome who
arc very diligent,& do too much confume themfelves,and
concerning whom(being like unto a burning Candle Jthey
may fay thus of themfelves,by ferving others,am I confumed,
And as much benefit as the Candle gets by affordinga
light unto others and by confuming it felf ; fo much doth
there redound, efpecially from ungrateful men, to a dili-
ger}t man who by ferving others wafts and confumes him-

elf.

Thefe and fuch like moft abject Subjets are plentifully
enongh to be found in all parts of the World where Moun-
tains are, and out of them may you extrat > and @ by
the help ofmy nitrous Water, were but the way of doing
it known, which way hath been hitherto referved amongft
Arcana by reafon of mens extream ingratitude. And I
pray is it not altogether ufeful and expedient that we
{hould gather fuch Treafures, and make ufe of them to
Gods Honour, and tothe defence of Kingdoms and Man-
!(md? Is there not fufficient ftore of idle fellows, whom
itwould be very expedient either to invite to labour or (if
they fhun work)to banith them the Kingdom ?

I believe that this blindnefs will hardly leave menafore

they are reduced to ftraits, but beware leaft you hapto
begin to grow wife too late.
. Thiswork, like as is every other perfection of Metals
is done by Sympathy and Antipathy: For that dif+
folvent which drives off @ and ) from it felf; by Antipa-
thy, all this doth a mercurial Magner greedily attract by
Symyaghy,{‘eeing it it thus, that viz, as like loves like,and
draws it toit felf ; {oone contrary hatcs another contra-
1y, and drives it away. ’

Two contraries do always produce a'third thing
Where the Agentacts upon the patient, and that this pa-
tient is even enforced to fuffer againft its will, and can-
not by any means fhun the force of the Agent, there muft
of neceflity arife fome better product from them.

When water isadded to water, neither of them fuffer,
becaufe they are both of them of the fame nature : But
when fire and water are joined together, the weaker isthe
fufferer, and from them doth a third thing proceed.

The ftinking and volatile Sulphur is the enemy of @,
and common Salt,of D ; and by how much thefe have
more ftench the one, and fharpnefs the other, fo much the
greater is the hoftility they hew. The greateft matters
are performed by love and hatred; fuch things as are
friendly beget a chearfulnefs, joy, and vivacity : Where:
as, on the other hand, the things that we abhor beget a
teadious wearifomenefs, grief and death: therefore the
moreacceptable athing is, the more it brings of life; the
lefs acceptable the more of dolour doth it bring.  All the
* perfection therefore of the bafer metals confiftethonly in
Antipathy and Sympathy : And if once'we do butrightly
know the naturcof metals, all things are cafily.accom-
plifhed. It
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Tt is ®oried of a certain ‘Philofopher in Iraly, That he had
committed fome evil deéd, for the which he was accufed, appre-
hended, and cafk into prifon, being here fhut up, he could not be
brought, neither by entreaties, nor ‘by threats; no, nor by any
means to confefs his faft but at laft they put into_his company
2 man of no fobricty ot modefty at all, who did fo grievioufly
‘eXafperate him with his words, that the faid Philofopher could not
brook it, and fo rather chofe death; for he affirmed, that the
‘mind of man was far more noble, than to be plagued by fuch a tag-
1ag, with reproachful contumelies.

Fren juft {0 is it with Metals, by how tmuch the nobler and pu-
Jer they are, fo much the lefs will they commix themfelves with
impure things.

Gold the pureft of the Metals cannot be knit with ftinking im-
pure and common Sulphur, for there is an antipathy hetwixt them.
Salt alone is endued with thofe virtues as to be able to reduce
,contrary matures into agreement, and to commix them 3 and be-
ing commixt, the fixt ® is able to make the unfixt Sulpbur, like
anto it felf in refpeét of fixity, whereas otherwife they always
perfecute _each other with hatred. Sol cannot fuffer any thing
until it has gotten the nature of a Salt, and then may it be
cormented (as it were) by the impure Sulphur, and be changed
into better.

When the Soul of the imperfet Metals (which is a fpiritual ®)
55 to be forcibly pluckt, and fevered from its body, it cannot pof-
fibly be done without the dolour or pain of the Patient 3 for where
the pureand {pirituous goldenifh fubftance that dwellethin the cor-
suptible bodies, is to be made Corporeal, and confequently affume
2 more noble form, the firft form muft neceffarily be annihilated,
that fo the hidden tender body may come forth to light and be

feen.

Every Spiritual thing is invifible, and void of a palpable body s
but now i a body be given thereunto, in which that fpiric may
be made corporeal and vifible, then the fpirit is not any more
a fpirit; bue is changed into a bedys if therefore the Spirits are
good, they do likewile make good Bodies, and fo on the contra-
ry. For all the Philofophers tell us, ~thac the Spirit or Soul in
Tron and Copper is more noble than in ® it felf, becaufe the bo-
@y which it dwells in is grofs, terreftrial, and impure.

The cafe then fanding thus, it is no wonder that if thefe fpirits
are feparated by arcand force, and expelled from fuch grofe bodies,
and joined to other purer fubjeéts, they then produce fome good
thing. Would not the other Beafts reverence the Afs clad in a Li-
ons skin, as if he were their King, and chis mearly by reafon of
his skin though inwardly he werean Afs? If fo beany manbe
but cloathed in filken rayment; and go gawdily; do not every bo-
dy put off their hats to him, and honour him, though inwardly he
haply is a thicf or a knaves and foon the contrary, ifa moft ho-
neft and moft learned man go in tactered apparel, or at leaft in
mean rayment, is he not rejefted, aud deipifed by all. krom
Tence it tufticienclyappears how finifterly the common people judge
ofallthings, aud neglett the infide, and only leok to the outfide fhew.
»Tis the external Shape, according astis good or bad, that makes a
tan efteemed by the vulgar either good o bad, comtemptible or ho-
Tnonrable, though his nature (or education)poffeifeth ocher propertiess

The like is to be undertood, concerning the contemptible Me-
tals, Mars and Penus, which according to the report of all the
Philofophers have more Tin@ure in them than Sol it felf hach 5 but
yet by reafon of the grofizes of theirbodiesare theyrejected: now
therefore, by how much better the means or way is by which this
noble Spirit is extraéted, and added to the pure bodies, {0 much the
better is the produét.

When therefore the grofs bodies of & and @ are artificially
broken, and the [pirit diifolved, and thence forced out, it feeks it
felfanother body wherein it may dwell and be at reit.  Therefore
when we do by art difturb (as I may fay) the grofs bodies of Mars.
Peius, Fupiter, or Saturn, and ditlolve the pure Soul, and expel
it by -antipathy, out of its impure houfes, and contemptible gar-
ments, and fe¢ before it a pure §, it poffeffech it, and fo affu-
meth another nobler body thanit had before, and which then is @
and 3 according as ’tis managed. This is my opinion,and after the
fame manner is the thing tobe undertood concerning Spiritual Gold.

Put what bufinefs have we here with the Spiritual ® of Metals?
Let dis be content with the Corporeal, and leave the Spiritual to
the Philofophers, to make the Tincture with. But forasmuch as
upon the occafion of my teaching the means of extrating Corporeal
@®, 1 conld not leave the {peaking of the Spiritual wholly untoucht,
1 made alfo fome kind of mention of the fame and it will be be-
feficial to fome or other, who till they do underftand my mean-
ing, may be content with the Corporeal ®. But fuch as have open
and attentive Ears to confider what my drift is in this difcourfe,
my dotrine will be more profitable unto them, than either So/
or Luna.

There is yet one thing more to be added. 1In fome places they

,are wont to reduce the Sof and Luna intoa powder with ¥, that
fo theCorporeal © and p may be feparated and extratted from the
Stone (or Ore)3 and this is no new or unheard of thing.

But thisis more rare (or Yeldomer uled): a Metal which hath not
as yet arrived to his due maturity but is as yet conjoined with his firft
ens, and confequently it fliesaway in the melting,and neither yields ®
nor Y whenit (viz. fuch a Metal) is commixt with 3 falt and vinegar,
and e lie toaét upon each other for fome days, it comes to pafs that
the Mercury attracls the jmmature, Spiritual ©and », and makes it
corporcal and fixt, fo asitmay thenceforward be molten.

Thele and fuch other like u‘y];’J‘upu ( or Gift-hinderers) have
deterred me from communicating any thing to others for the fu-
ture; and this [ would have every one to confider, and not trou-
b]cyme with either Letters or Vifits.

et neverthelefs T will communicate ftore of my fecre
Friends, that fo they may not clearly perifh vyi:hcrxnt:. u::;;na{
thrown to my Enemies, and fwinifh men.

1 have done as much as inme lay, nor will I omit to do more
where I fhall fee a grateful mind; in the next place I will (for
the fervice of my Friends) treataboutand fhew in the fourth part of
the Profperity of Germany, the Secretsof Saturn, by what means any
one that is but a lit:le verfed in managing the fire, may feek (or
make) fome Country fellows, his tributaries, who may pay him an
apyointed tribute every week , after the Example ofPKings and
Princes, who beftow upon their faithful fervants (that deferve well
of the Country by their valour againft the Enemies) Kingly gifts
as whole Cityes, Towns, Villages, and manySubjeds as an inhe.

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ner, and lay thereon heavy weights and fqueeze out
all the wheyifh moifture ~ Then take your Cheefe
out of thefe Strainers, and put it into wooden Vef
fels, and there break it into finall bits or pieces ;
which being thus broken, fprinkle fome Salt, and
fome of your pure Spirit of Salt too thereupon, and
mix all well together with a wooden Ladle or with
your hands well cleanfed : Being thus mixed, fill
your Veflels or Cheefe Fats [which let be] greater
and lefler [ asneed is,] and fqueeze and comprefs
the marter well in, as they are wont to do in ma-
king of Cheefes. Then expofe them to the warm
Air, and dry them, and it will give you compact
and durable Cheefes, not unlike to thofe_they call
Parmefant, and fuch as will be void of Eyes, a<nd
of foetid and putrid Holes, Slimynef, and fuch like
defelts ufally incident to the common Cheefes, nay
they never are obnoxious to thoft faults.

The reafon is, becaufe the firft Coagulation or
Congelation of the Milk is made by the help ofpure
Spiric of Salt, which defends from all putrefaction,
and not by the help of the foetid puerid Ren-
net, from which nothing can praceed but Rotten-
nefs and Worms.

Then farther, the Spirit of Salt being together
with [Crude] Salt fprinkled thereupon (after the
fqueezing out of the Whey) doth in an efpecial
manner refift all thar putrefaction that is wont to
be in Cheefes, and condenfeth the Checfes, and im-
pedes any fermentation, which_dilateth the faid
Cheefes and makes them fpongious and porous ;
and by thus condenfing them, it makes them remain
fafe and free fromall putrefaction.

Such Cheefe thercfore as is brought to this per-
fetion, doth well deferve the preheminence above
the reft, and is extolled by the praife of thofe An-
cient Verfes, viz.

’ (dalen,
Good Cheefe muft neicher Argns be, Largus nor Mag-

Methufelab, nor Habbacuck, notr Lazarus, [Amen.]

That is, itmuft not be eyed like Argus, nor tough
like Largas, nor hairy and crying like Magdalen,
nor hoary like Methufalim, nor light like Habbacuck,
nor full of ftinking holes and rotten fores like Laza-
7us : which defects if Cheefe wanteth, it well merits
the tite of goudnefs: and fuch are thofe Cheefes
which are made by the help of the Spirit of Salt;
do but make fuch a Cheefe and try whether or no
it will not be of a more pleafing relifh than all others

are.

Such Checfes are never corrupted, they never
become tenacious, limber, full of holes, and worms.
The Spiric of Salt being poured into the holes of
Sheep Milk Cheefe, or Cow Milk Cheefe, doth ei-
ther kill all the Worms or caufe them to get packing,
it contradleth the holes, and turns the bad Checics
into good ones, and this my fIf have tried.

Thus friendly Reader, haft thou learned how to
make a fir Sawce for Fith and Flefh, and likewife
good and durable Cheefe ; it now remains that we
teach thee how alfo to make good Butter.

1f you are defirous of making good Butter by the
help of Spirit of Salt, and fuch as is dainty, purc
and yellow, and of a moft delicate taft, and fuch as
will not eafiiy contratt a ranck taft, you may ob-
tain your defire by proceeding on this wife. Take
oft the Cream from good Cow Milk, and make it
into Burter, aforc it be any thing mouldy, or of an
unpleafanc taft, and feparate the Butter-milk accor-

ding to the ufual cuftom, then put the Butter ina
wooden Veffel, and wath it fo long in pure cold Sale
Water, untill there be no more Wheyithnefs left,and
that the Salt Water do come off thencefrom, asclear
as it was at firft pucting on, and that the Butter ap-
pears fufficiently clean, which wafh it once agen,
on this wife following. Diflolve in pure and redi-
fied Spirit of Salt, as much Sale as it will diffolve in
the cold : And herewithall wath your Butter anew,
yet feveral times, and work it well with that Spirir,
and by thus proceeding will it abfume the refidue of
the Wheyithnefs which is the caufé and rife of rank-
nefs, and which common Salt Water could not re-
move. Thisdone, the Butteris to be feafoned with
common Salt according to the ufual manner, and
thus will ic abide perfectly good fora long time.
But now the big Sea Salt is accounted che ficteft for
this purpofe, which being a litcle heared red hot in
the Fire, comesto be of a very delicate whitenefs,
and doth the cafier admit of reduction into fine Pow-
der, and is better than that which is boiled upin Iron,
or Leaden Pans or Cauldrors.

N. B. But he that can get fuch a pure fort of Sale
of a fexangular fhape like a Dye, as is prepared in
my Laboratory, he may ufe that, as being by far
the purer: - Asfor the Vefiel it felf whereinto the But-
ter, prepared and cleaned after the aforementioned
manner, is to be put, it muft be ordered on this
wife following. You muft get you anew Oaken
Barrel, and fo fteep it in ftrong Salt Water, not the
common [ Sea Water, ] as that it may well imbibe
the Salt into this Veffel muft the Butter, wathe as
aforefaid, be preft and thruft in fo tight and clofe,
that thgre may not be any hole or gaping place lefc
therein ; but you muft leave two Fingers breadth
in the Barrel at top of the Butter, which is to be
filled up with Spiric of Salt, giutted with good and
pure Sale diffolved therein, that fo the Butter may
be well covered over, and all Air being excluded, it
may keep fineand favoury along time. Now when
you would Difh out fome of this Butter on the a-
ble, you muft take it out of your Tub with a clean
Wooden Spoon, and not an Iron one, and wath
the fame in pure and clear Water afore you eat it,
if you would not have it retain the fharpnefs of the
Spirit of Salt.

Well, here is yet a better way ftill, wiz. Take

new Butter and let it melc very gendy over the
Coals, and it will be covered over with much fro-
thy Cheefynefs, let that froth be néatly fcummed
off ; which being fo done, it will look in the Pot
like to a pure and clear Oil, pour it out very clear-
ly into another Veflel, that the fediment at the bot-
tom may abide behind. This Bucter when ‘tis cold
looks juft like yellow Wax, but yet is ica litdle fof-
ter thanit ought to be, and therefore it muft be well
wrought its due time with Spirit of Salt impregnated
with new Salr, that it may obrain the hardnefs of
common Butter, and then be falted, and barreld
up, and kept for ufe, which will be far better than
the common Butter, Yor although this purging it
by the Fire takes from it all its Cheefynefs, from
which it had its hardnefs ; yer norwithftanding the
Spiric of Salt gives untoita far different and much
better hardnefs, and caufeth it to excell all other
forts ingoodnefs and long keeping.

Thefe things was I willing to take out of my Kit-
chin and fet afore you, namely Sawce, Cheefe, and
Butter of good and exquifite tafb,which if they pleafe
not the Palate of fome or other, I would have him

even -
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even forbear to ufe them. Itis not without fome
weighty caufe that 1 have done thefe things, which
1 well know will undoubtedly undergo the perve(ﬁ:
Centures of Spies and Maockers, who probably will
fay, what Womanifh Toys, and Childrens Baqbles
doth Glauber here Tattle about, making himfelf a
Laughing Stock_to the Women, and Female Sex,
who will fay of him, that by his teaching to make
Butter and Cheefé, he hath thruft his Sickle into
the Womens Harveft. VVell, let them prate as
pleatech them, Geelc arc not wont to utter ought
¢z but a Goole like Gagling. For my part Iminded
nothing elfe but to have this Treatife be a meer Wo-
man's Work, and Doys Play, [but yet] it will re-
veal to the Ignorantmore good, than [is attainable]
by the perverfe infiructions of all fuchA Authours
whofe Writings are Spinn'd out to that height of fub-
ity as to exceed every ones Capacity.

"Tis not every one that will cafily apprehend thofe
[Knacks] which I teach and reveal under this
Cheefe-making Trade, and thefé Kitchin Operations;
nor indeed doth it much mateer that they fhould
underftand.  God will open the Eyes of fuch as he
fhall judge worthy of fuch grear gifts, and wiil con
ceal and hide the fame from the Proud and Wicked
Crew.

Having thus finithed this Cheefe and Butter-ma-
king: Let us in Gods Name enter upon another
Work of Women, and Boys Play, which Kitchin-
like Labour, and Cheefé “and Butter-making, is
meerly metallick and doth far excell in excellency
and nobility the hitherto defcribed Operations, al-
though it be performed by the help of the If fame
Salt. For without Salt no imperfect Metal can
be really bettered, the very title of the Art it felf
wimefing as much, which being ftiled Alchymy,
figoifies no other ching than a melting of Salt: but
vet 1 do not not tell what kind of Salt is here to be
underftood, [or, that any kind of Salt is heremeant]
but thus much onely do I averr, that the tranfmu-
utions of the Inferiour Metals muft be effected by
Sile

Now then, forafinuch as this Treatife of mine de-
pends on a former, intituled of the nature of Salts,
asbeing an averplus; {0 it is likewife altogether ne-
ceflary, that inftead of Fruit and Sugar, I ufe Salts

i But as to their wathing off the filth from their
‘Cloarhs, they are wont in the firft place to pour
1 hot Warer thereupon thereby to wath off the more
‘grofs part of the Dirt : and then they ufe a fharp
| Lee, or fome Sope, or even both-together to take
away the remainder of the filth, and to wath out
all the Sposs and Dirt, then do they agen wafh off
the Sope and Lee with fair and hot Water : But as
for the odour that the Sope leaves, and which by no
wathing how much or how oft foever it be done can
ibe carried off, to get that off I fay they arc wont to

llay their Linnen out in the open Ficld, and fprin-

kle and moiften it with pure Water, which being
dried by the Sun, Air, and Wind, they doagen
repeat the fame labour, untill all the ftinking fmell
of the Sope be drawn forth by the Sun and the Air,
and a better and more wholfome Odour come in its
room. Then at laft they dry them ac the Airand
Sun, and being dry, they fold them up and puc
them in cheir Chefts and Trunks, and keep them
for their ufe

Juft o do we deal with Metals, when we wafh
off their defiements, and do by boiling turn them
into whalfome Food or Medicaments ; but yer we
do not ufe common’ Vincgar, common Salt, and
common Spices, but mineral or metallick fubjedts,
asalfo a duplicate Fire, wiz. one of them is a fecrer,
philofophical, moift, cold, and vaporous Fire ; and
the other is the elementary and common Fire, by
which we ftir up the former Philofophical Fire to
difplay its virtues, and render it powerfull and effi-
cacious,

The elementary Fire we make wich Wood, Coles,
or Oil: The univerfal Agent, or Philofophical,
Cold, Moift, Digefting, Penetrating, Mundifying,
Bettering, and not Burning, but Conferving, and
vaporous Fite, we feek for in Salt, and leave the
Operation to the vivifying Sun and Air; which be-
ing well done, we obrain wonderfull Plants, and
moft efficacious Food, or Sawce for our Life,

And forafinuch as my purpofe here is, to treat.of
fuch metallick and medicinal Sawces, 1 will here in
God's name adjoyn fome of them, which being as fo
many famplers or patterns,every one may at his plea-
fure imitate in compofing and making of the like.
And he will here find a way of confeting fome good

and Metals about the preparation of thefe my Saw-
€.
And whereas the making of the Sawces [ or
Sweermeats| with Sugar, doth not onely belong to
the meaner Sex, bue allo to the more noble, and yet
neverthelefs the Operation it flf is nothing elfé but
a meer wafhing and boiling, and a_true Womens
Work, we will therefore in our defcription bring
the fame upon the Stage under the Title of the Work
of Women, and Play of Children.

If we rightly look upon the-Work of VVomen,
and compare our metallick labour therewithall, there
prefents it felf unto us, a very notable agrecablenefs
betwixt them. The VVomens VVork is to boil and
wath, and when they are about to boil, they fet
their Pots over the Fire, and having wafhe their
Fleth, they firow thereon fome Salt and Spices, and
boil the fame in the faid Pots with VVater, VVine,
or Vinegar, till it be tender, and become fit to be
eaten. They likewife feed the Fire they boil withall
by putting VVood thereon, whereby the heat may
be kepe up, and no impediment may betide their
VVork: And chis is the way and method obferved

Medjcament, as cicarly and evidently demonftrated
by me as was lawfull for me to do, nor was it in my
power to difcover the fame more perfpicuoufly : And
therefore I befeech every oneto take in good part
what is here prefented, and to forbear to trouble
me for the time to come with needlefs queftions.

So then, feeing I am about to treat in this place of
metallick Sawees, itis alfo behovefull to have a me-
tallick Sugar and Spice, and this, Saturs will afford
usin the fleed of the common [Sugar] by whofe
help we reduce So/ and Lune as being moft excellent
Spices, into moft effectual Medicines.

Nor would I have it feem ftrange to any one that
1 ufe Lead here inftead of Sugar, for the inmoft juice
of Lead, doth exceedingly out-go the fweetnefs of
any Sugar, which thing Jfaac Holland doth very evi-
dently teftifie in his Treatie of Satarn.  The Chy-
mifts do frequently extract a fwect Sale out of Lead,
with diftilled Vinegar, and call it the Sugar of Lead,
and do very well know and find that thereis fuch a
fiweetnefsin Lead asis not in any other Metal befide.
From it therefore will we prepare our Sugar tomake
our metallick Sawces withall, as follows.

by the Female Sex in their boiling.
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Take of Lead-afhes one, two, three, or more
pounds, which put in a ftrong well glazed Earthen
Por, then pour thereupon fome Wine or Ale, Vi-
negar, or Vinegar of Honey, as much as may over
top it an hands breadth. Set your Pot upon the
Coals and make the Vinegar boil. .

N. B, The Afhes are to be unceffancly ftirred, in
the boiling with a wooden Spatula, left they gather
into one entire folid Mafs: After thar the Vine-
gar has boiled for about half an hour, and is be-
come yellow, and as fweet as Sugar, you muft de-
cant it from the Afhes, and pour onmore, and agen
boil it, and extralt more fweetnefs, and this labour
muft you repeat fo often untill the Vinegar can ex-
tract no more fweetnefs; then having put all thefe
Vinegars together, pour them gently off from the
Fzeces that fetele in the bottom of the Veflel, and
beirig. thus feparated, fiter the fame through Cap
Paper or by a filter, that fo the Liquors may be
very clear, and may give you by feparation, that
fweetnes of the Lead which they hold up in
them.

Into thefe clear Vinegars, therefore being putina
Gla& Vellel, pour thereinto (by lirtle and little) as
much re@tified Spirit of “Salt, that o the yellow Vi
negar may be turned into a white Milk, and may by
lictle and lictle fetele to the bottom likecurdled Cheefe,
from which the Vinegar being now become agen
clear is to be removed by decanting ; then put the
Saturnine Cheefe in fome ftrong Linnen Cloath and
tie it hard up, and fqueeze out the refidue of the
moifture, and fo dry irand lay it by for ufe. Itisa
moft tender Powder, of a bright fiowy colour, and
void of all taft ; for in the precipitation, all the fweet-
nefs being introverted by the Spirit of Salt, hath
hidden it felf within, which doth again afterwards
(when that mafs fhall be reduced into a Sawce) fhew
it felf, and difcovers its former taft, as we fhall hear
anon,

1 would have the friendly Reader know, that I
am not minded to produce here many and divers
Operations, for 1 am ftraitned in my time, which
ftops me from giving you a more prolix and circum-
ftantial defcription: 1 do onely propoft fome few,
and leave every one to his fancy to make the reft of
the Sawces or Medicaments, according to the ways
here prefcribed, according to his likeing, and. that
as many as he will, and out of fuch fubjetts as beft
pleafeth him.

Bue chat I may contrat thefe things concerning
my Sawcesinto a narrow room, 1 fuppofe it is weil
enough known, that Sawces and Junkets are dithe
outinthe fecond courfe for this end, eicher to clofe
up and ftrengthen the Stomach, or that it a fudling
frorm be at hand it may drill the readilier down inco
the Stomack by thefe kinds of Vehicles.

Buc yer my’ purpofé is not directed to this end as
to teach the making of fuch banqueting Dithes in
this place, as may allure Wine into the Stomach by
fuch an unprofitable Prodigality, and fo detriment
the Body it £lf too. No, bur the main dritt of my
Sawces fhould rather be this, vz, to remove that
evil which is ftirred up in the Body of Man, by the
common Junkets and the overmuch’ guzling in of
Wine, and to ftrengthen theStomach, Heart, Brain,
and other Members of the Body, to heal the parts
thatare hurt, and in particular, to reftore them to
their former health : And finally, to be as a kind of
guide and manuduftion to lead on the Ingeny of
Men in fuch wife, as that they may by an eaficr way

arrive unto the Knowledge of the univerfal Me.
dicine.

To begin therefore, I confefs that of [all] fruits
preferved with Sugar, none have a more grateful]
taft on my Palate than Bar-berries, and Ribes, or
St. Fobw's Grapes as_they call them; which fn}its
preferved up with Sugar, do not orcly get the Sto.
mach an Appetite, but do withall allay "Thirft, and
do extinguifh all the internal heat ftirred up and kind-
led by overmuch drinking : The like merallick
Sawce or Junket fhalt thou prepare on this wife,

Buy fome Steel filings of the Needle-makers, and
take thereof as much as you pleae, diffolve them in
rectified Spire of Salt, which Solution will be green
and be of a fivectifh taft ;abitract the infipid Phlcgm,
infipid 1 fay, for although it be a very ftrong apﬂ
rit of Salt that is poured upon the lron, yet never-
theles no Spirit comes off, but onely an infipid
Phlegm in the abftraction and diftillation, and the

Irons retains all the acidity of the Salt, and remains
a red, fweetifh, aftringent Juice.

Take of this, and of the Saturnine Powder which
we raught you the making of but now, of each a-
like weighe, and put them into a well coated Retorr,
and the Saccharum Sarurnmi will prefently drink ”I;
the Juice of the Steel.  Put the Retore in a Vefiel
filld wich Sand, and augment the Fire by lictle and
lieele chac all the infipid Phlegm may be wholly
drawn off. 'When ’tis all come off, and thar acid
drops begin to come, then muft you apply thereun-
to a Glals Receiver, and the Fire is to be encreafed
by degrees untill the Retort be throughly red ho
which muft continue fo about an hour, or halfan
hour a leaft. By this means, the Spirits of the Sale
which were in the Steel, do almoft wholly come over
into the Receiver, and do carry over with them [the
Spirits | of the Saccharum Saturni, and oil of Man,
in the formof ared fublimate,which fertles it felfinthe
neck of the Retort, which fublimate when the Re-
tort is cold and broken you muft take out ofits
Neck, and keep it from the Air, for in the Air it wil
diflolve into a red, fweet, and Aftringent Oil, ofno
{imall virtues in Medicine and Alchymy. In the
bottom of the Retort you will find a molten Mais,
refembling Lapis Hematitis, which being feparated
from all defilements, will give you a red, brirde,
fufile Stone, and in fome fort aftringent, of grea
virtues in Medicine, and without doube in Alchy-
my too, if it were but firft made conftantly to abide
in the Fire. And even this too, muft you keep
from the Air, for itis fhill impregnaced with che Salts,
and therefore is eafily: refolved. .

Now when you would make ufe of this Stonein
Medicine, break a little bir thereof into fmall Pow-
der (for it is no harder than other Salt, and there-
fore doth eafily admit of grinding to Powder.) This
Powder heals both internal and external Wounds
and Ulcers, being adminiftred in the quantity of two,
three, four, five, fix, or more Grains, according to
the age and condition of the Sick, and being taken
ina convenient and proper Vehicle, it is highly Sa-
native and a- fopper ot Bloud. Being appiied ex-
ternally to Wounds, it wonderfully forwards hea-
ling ; hinders all Symptoms, and fundamentally
dries, and cures all Ulcers and Fiftulaes, if ufed out-
wardly and inwardly too.

It doch mof fafely and moft certainly help all the
overflowing of the Menfes in Women, and is fo ¢x-
cellent a Medicament in the Dyfénrery, Lientery, and
other Fluxes of the Belly, that its like is nor to be
found. Thus
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“Thus have we that truc and genuine Hematitis
of the Ancient, Phyficians, of which they have writ-
ten {o many things, bur what through the carelef-
nefs of the Phyficians that fucceded them, and what
through the lengeh of time it became wholly “loft,
inftead of which there hath been hitherto ufed the
infoluble and hard Stone of Iron.

The Ancientsimpofed upon their more noble Me-
dicaments, Names deduced from fimilitudes or re-
femblances, as may be feen in this our fiving Henra-
tatss, and in_the dead Hematatis of the common
Phylicians, which is calld for at the Apothecarics,
and adminifired to ftop Bloud withall ; But yet itis
nothing elfe fave the Stone of Iron, and fuch Oar as
is very rich and abounding with this Metal, the frag-
ments of which appears {either] in the form of
fpear-like Stria’s or Streeks, or like a cleft ftone.
This our lve Hematuis is of the fameform, buc
foluble, andisof a very pleafantand aftringent fweet-
nefs, and containeth moft efficacious virtues for the
allaying of ail bloody Fluxes both outward and in-
ward. Now that common and well-known Hema-
siris doth not poffc§ any more virtues than that
Tron Scinder-duft-which the Smiths fmite oft at the
Anvil, doth.  And as for that red Sublimate which
afcended up in the neck of the Retort,itis twice ftron
ger in fubduing the afore-mentioned difeafes, but ic
% not of fo fweet a Taft as s the Stone it felf, which
refided in the bottom of the Retort. And being ex
ternally applied in cleanfing and mundifying old Fi
ftulous Ulcers, it works much ftronger than this our
Heematitis ( which is more pleafancly adminiftrable
in internal defects ) doth.  But whoever he be that
knews how ( by many Solutions and Coagulations ;
to make this Stone conftant in the fire, will obtain a
fur more excellent Medicament : cqncernin_glwhich,
we will fpeak more in the end of this Treatife.

This now is fuch a Sawce or Junket, as every
good Phyfician and Chyrurgeon hath juft caufe
moft highly to cfteem in all Fluxes and Sores, both
od and new, it he would obrain that repute which
he thirficth afrer ; for it is endued with grear Virues,
whercas on the contrary, the Juyce of Sloes, the
common Hamatitss, and Crocus martis, arc, in com-
parifon of this, 10 be accounted af as meer dead Me-
dicaments. 1 could teil you of more virtues thatare
in the red Sublimate, and this in an efpecial man-
ner, wiz. that without being cither bound on, or in-
wardly taken, but fympathesically and ata diftance,
it is able o cure any ilfues of Blood whatever.  But
1 thall doc betrer to pafé thefe things over in filence,
becaufe to the greateft pare of unskilfyll Men, they
will not oncly feem wonderfull, but impoflible like-
wile. However, I commend to every ones accepta-
tion this fo excellent a Medicament, for all internal
and external iffues of Blood, inall wounds and hurts,
asalfo in all the obftructions of the Spleen, Liver,
and ather members of the body.

Afrer fuch a manner as this, may any one eafily
turn alt the Metals into Sugars, and into moft ex-
cellent Medicaments,  Bue forafmuch as the Merals
ave not all of them indifferently. fie to be adminiftred
inwardly to the lick, 1 will make mention of Gold
and Silver oncly as being the beft of all, and paf$ by
the others, and will reach the preparation of yet
more Sawces and Junkets ; Copper, Tin, and Ar-

gent-{vive] arc fonewhat cruder bodies, and re
quire greater care and diligence, to have the Tidle
of good Medicaments.  We:will therefore ler them
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pafs, as having Gold and Silver at hand, which are
more ripe.

The manner of Preparing a good Sawce or Funket out
of Silwer, which helperh the Diffempers and Difea-
Jes of the Brain.

T H E skilfull Chymical Phyficians have afligned

Silver for a Medicament for the Brain, which
Affignment of theirs 1 acquielce in, and doe here
prefent you with fuch a Sawce or Junker as is of
moft efpecial ufe for the ficcouring of the Brain.

Take of common Aqua Fortis ( fuch as is common-
ly ufed about the diflolution of Silver) one pound :
In two ounces of which you muft diffolve one ounce
of pure Silver ; Diflolve likewife one ounce of Lead
by it lf : Put both Solutions,together in a glaf with
a wide mouth ; and being thus mixt, pour thereupen
as much rectified Spirit of Salt as is fufficient for the
precipitation of both the Metals. Pour off the clear
water from the precipitated Metals, and pour upon
them fome freth water, and ftir them well about.;
which done, and the precipitated Calx fertled to the
bottom, the warer is to be again decanted off, and
more freth water poured thereon : and this Labour
is to be fo often repeated, untill chat precipitated
Powder be vaid of all Acrimony : then put it in a
pure linnen Cloth placed in a Funnel, that fo the
remaining moifture may drain from it. Then tie the
cloth very firm, and fqueefé out, in two balls (or
{queefings ] all the refidue of the moifture out of that
filvery Cheefé, and lay the fame upon Cap-paper,
and that will drink up”all the reft of the moifture,
and will foon dry your Cheefe. This Cheefc (ot
precipitated Powder ) is to be put into 2 well coated
Glafs-retort, and to'be forced with a gentle fire of
Sand, that o all the fuperfluous moifture may be fe-
parated. ‘Then, at laft, the Fire being augmented,
will force ou part of the Silver and Lead in the form
of white Flores, afcending up in the neck of the Re-
tort. Now when the Retort hath been thus kepe
red-hot for one hour, let the fire go out of its own
accord, and take out the cold Retort, and break i,
and you will find in the bottom of the fame a white
and fweet Stone, which will melt (upon a red-hot
Plate of Meral ) like Wax, and penetrate the fame,
and is volatile like Argemi-vive. Two, thiree, four,
five Grains, even to cight or ten, of this Stone ground
into a Powder, being adminiftred (refpect being had
to the Patient’s age and ficknefs) yield a moft pre-
fent comfort in the difeafes of the Head and Brain,
and fo are thofe white Flores wont to doe likewife :
but in Chymical operations they are of eminent ufé.
Now although this Stone be it felf of a fugacious na-
ture, yet notwitftanding in progrefs of time it makes
Mercury, together wich it felf, conftant in the fire ;
of which thing I have clfowhere already mentioned
in my Writings, o that { need not fay any more
thereof tn this place.

However, I cannot omit to tell you, that,although,
otherwifé, there is no familiarity ac all berwixt Silver,
and Lead, and Salt, yet neverchelefs thef¢ three may
be fo prepared as ( by a certain mixtion) not to re-
fufe each others fociery. Hence it-comes to pafs,
that if the Salc be rightly fired for chis operation,
it puts forth more powerfull virtues, and for thac
reafon doth the Silver futier cthe more, and doth by
fo much the fooner attain to a conftancy in the fire :
and fo ’tis evident, that the name of Alchymy or fu-
fing of Salt, was not impofed on this Arc for nothing,.

or
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Tor by the help of Salt, are the Metals to be molten
ard meliorated, which thing you may take notice
of.

Anotber Sewee or Funket made of Gold and Silver.

Ake fome pure Silver, and diffolve it in Aqua’
B Fortis, and precipitate it wich Spirit of Salt, and
free it from its Acrimony with common water, and
fqueee out ‘the water, and lay your matter upon
cap-paper to dry, and deal with it in all refpedts as
we {pake afore in the Procefs of Sarurn, Of this
Calx take three parts, and one part of Gold diffolved
in the Oil of Salt; and firft put your Silver Calx i
to a ftrong Glafi-retort, which muft be well coated,
then pour thereto your yellow Solution of Gold.
Place the Retort in Sand, and, firft, force out your
Spirir of Sale, in which forcing our, the Calx of the
Silver will retain with it &l the Gold ; and of them
both will be made a purple Stone, inclining fome-
what to rednefs, fufile, and volatile. But the Oil of
the Salt will carry up with it fomething of the Gold
and Silver into the neck of the Retort ; which, to-
cther with the aforefaid Stone, you fhall take out
of the broken Retort ; but yet you muft keep cach
apar, for a medicament of great moment : [both]
which {if they were turned (by Solution and Co
agulation ) into a fix Ruby,) would doubtlefly per-
form their work, in the metallick Operations, with
greater benefirand profic.

So have you here, briefly defcribed, the third
Junker, which, fhould it be deféribed with all its
Circumftances, the Procefs it f€lf would in good footh
be more prolix and tedious than is ficting, ~ And for-
afmuch as my Writings may feem unto many fuffici-
ently tedious, is bue fic that I.aim ar brevity here
in this place ; though (on the other hand ) they
will feem (I well know ) too fhort and brief unto
others. But Fupiter himfeif pleafech not all alike.
And the birth-day of him who can fatisfie all, is yet
to come ; for he is not as yet born.  For behave thy
felf as thou wilt in thy aftions, either in bricfly deli-
vering thy flf, or in uttering thy mind in a longer
difcourfe, thou fhalt not at any rate fulfill the expec-
tation and defire of all men. I doe therefore here
difh out this Junket, and commit the care of cating
the fame to the Guefts. Every one that will, may
more accurately weigh and confider of the fame, that
fo he may come to find, how great the Efficacy and
Utility of chis Procefs is, though delivered fo very
bricfly. :

Another Sunket or Sawce, viz. A Confeltion of & Mi-
neral Alkermes.

THere is in the Apothecaries fhops a Confetion
made of the Berry or Grains of Kermes, known
by the name of Confectio Alkermes ; in which compo-
fition, there are added to the faid Berries fome Pearls
done into Powder, and Leaf-Gold, and Amber-greafe,
and other fuch-like corroborating Simples. This medi-
cament being confected with Sugar, is lookt on as the
chiefeft amongft all thofe Medicines which are wont
to be adminiftred for ftrengthening the Heart, and
it merits the praife aferibed to it. But now inftead
of the Leaves of Gold, ( which cannot be digefted
or concoted by the ftomach, and are therefore car-
ried forth with the Excrements without any opera-
tion,) I will fubftitute another Gold , which being

be able to put forth its vircues, and fupply the place
of foliated Gold, in the Confection of Alkermes:

And if any one be fo minded, he may omit even
the grains or the berry it felf (for they are not to be
had cvery-where) and make ufe of this Juyce of
Gold, which Tam about to teach in this place, and
mix it with Sugar and other Powders that are fireng-
theners of the Heart. For this Go'den Confe&tion
of a purple Colour, doth moft notably ftrengthen
the Heart by its corroborative virtue, and the Gold
it felf gives a far more exceilent purple or fearlet Co-
lour than the Grains of that berry doe, which are
brought us from Mompelicr, The way of preparing
the faid Gold, is as follows.

Diflolve the Calx of Se/, or of Gold, in ftrong Spi-
ric of Salt, and pour upon the Solution fome three
or four parts of water more than the Solution is, that
fo the Acrimony of the Spirit of Salt may be fome-
what allayed. ~Being thus prepared, puc thereinto a
bit of Tin, and fuch ashath no Lead commixc there-
with, which faid Tin, the allayed Spirit of Salt will
feize upon, and diflolve part thereof. And being
alfo debilicated thereby it will let fall all the Gold thac
it contained, in the form of a purple Powder, adhe-
ring partly on to the Tin, and part will be of its own
natural colour, and fettle to the bottom, but as fub-
tile as the Atoms that fly about in she Sun-beams,
and refembling lictle ftars.  When therefore the
whole body of the Gold is precipitated into a moft
delicate and fine Powder, out of the Spirit of Salt,
which will now be clear and bright : Pour off the
Spirit, and take the Tin out from the Golden Pow-
der, and wafh the Powder with clean and pure wa-
ter, that fo none of the Spirit of Salt may be there-
in difcerned ; and being now thus prepared, it
may be ufed inftead of Gold about the Confection
of Alkermes.

Moreover, if you are fo minded, you may take
fome pure Sugar-candy, and make it up into a {yrup
with weak Spirit of Salt,and then put thereunto this
Golden Powder with a lictle Amber greafe and fome
Powder of Pearls, and fo make full as good, nay a
better Confection than that common Confectio Alker-
mes is ; becault a greater corroborating of the pow-
ers of the Heart, and a delicater purple Colour can-
not be found in any other thing than in Gold. If
now you operate aright, it cannot otherwilc be bu
you muft needs attain to this purple and golden
Confection. .

N. B. The Tin muft be very pure and clean,
for by how much the whiter it is, and the acuter
found it has, fo much the fitcer is it for this work,
And in the Compofition it felf you may ufe this fol-
lowing weight or meafure.

Take of the Calx of Gold one Lot [or half ounce}
and diffolve it in three or four Lots of ftrong rectified
Spirit of Salt : Pour unto the Solution twelve or fif-
teen Lots of pure water ; then to all this, put two
Lots of Tin, and fet the Glafs that the Solurion is in,
upon hot Sand, and heat it fealding-hot, bue let it
not boil. When it hath thus ftood for one or two
hours, all the Gold will be turned into Powder, of
a Purple and Gold-like hue, and fectle to the bot-
tom. Then having poured out the Water, and fepa-
rated the Tin, feparate all the Acrimony from the
Powder by feveral wathings, and fo will you have
it ficred for the Confection.  This done, take twelve
Lots of Sugar-candy, and one Lot of rectified Spi-
rit of Salt, and as much pure fair water as is fuffici-

made fuitable, and accommodated unto nature, thall

ent to reduce the Sugar-into a thick Syrup ; Here&fi
add
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add one Lot of that purple and tender golden Pow-
der, and it will tinge all the Sugar with a Purple or
Scarlet-colour.  Then add likcwife thereunto, two
Lots of Pearls made into fine Powder, and one
Quintula (about two drams and an half) of Am-
ber-greafe, mix them well together and fet it by for
ufe, as being a moft efficacious Confection. Ar]d if
you pleafe, you may add to the former ingredients
other ftrengthning and refrefhing Powders. The
Dofe of this Confection is from 3, 6,9, 12, 15, to
20 Grains, according as the perfons are. It corro
borates the Heart, Brain, and the whole Body, and
doth likewife (by reafon of the Spirit of Salc ) allay
thicft, and ftirs up the appetite to food.

And thus much may fuffice this time about Saw-
ces or Junkets. It now remains chat we likewife
arch after fome felet and harmle Purges out of
the Metals too, and adjoyn them to the former.
When in feaftings ¢ or merry-meetings ) the Guelts
are wont to drink Healths to their Lords, and tope
off many Cups, and ftore of Glafles full of ftrong
Wine, it cannot poffibly be, but that their Stomachs
muft be fruffc with tenacious and clammy humours,
and the Head much opprefled with Cacthars,and the
Bowels filld with flore of wind. Now here cannot
be a berter and more profitable way of fuccouring
thefe Stomachs and Heads, thus befer with {0 many
tenacious humours, and of helping the whole body
thus corrupted by fo often repeated draughts, than
by a purgative Medicine, which by expeliing all the
evil and offenfive humours opens all the patlages of
the Body, and again brings the (o neceffary refpira-
tion. We will therefore prefent you here with three
fuch purging Medicaments, and thofe very good ones.
Oneis of Antimony ; The fecond of Silver and An-
timony ; And the third of Gold and Antimony :
Each of which, by it felf, doth far exceed the other
purging Medicaments made of the Vegetables.

For Metals do penetrate the Body far better, and
do perform their Operations wich lefs hazard than
the Vegetables do, moft of which abound with a
refinous clamminefs, which doth often flick to the
Bowels, and caufe great gripings, which is not to be
feared at all from metallick purgative Medicines :
which (upon this account) are to be preferred be-
fore thofé that are prepared of the Vegetables ; nor
do I contemn thefe Vegetable Purges, for they are
good, and may be made ufé of, where better are
not at hand.

Therefore, forafinuch as I have inmy time,; made
trial of many fuch Medicaments, and have in very
deed found, that metallick Purges do excel the Ve
getable ones both in pleafantnefs and efficacy, and
are far fafer ; I could not but commend the fame
above all other Purges tofuch as come after me, but
yet leaving every oneat his pleafure to make ufe of
eicher thefé or them.

A Purge of Saturn.

[ffolve two ounces of Lead in pure Aqua Forts,

and pour upon the Solution one ounce of But-

ter of Antimony, that fo they may be precipitated

together into a white Coagulum or Curd, whereto

you muft put a good quantity of fair water, and ftir

it very well about , that it may imbibe the Spirit of
Salt which wasin the Butter.

Then pour off this water, and put on more, and

repeat this labour o long, untill all the fharpnefs be

watht out of the precipitated Powder. This white
Powder being dried is a_moft excellent Purge, edu-
cing all evil and hurtfull humours out of the Rody
without danger, and being adminiftred from one
Grain to ten, according as the Patient iz, doth work
downwards, efpecially when it is givenin a lefler
Dofe. Buc if there be need of vomiting too, then
the Dofe may be encreafed, efpecially unto thofe that
can brook vomiting, and caft with eafe. Itinay be
ufed without danger as a good and fafe Purge, in
all fuch Difeafes as purgative Medicaments are, and
may be adminifired.

A Purge of Lune.

Dlﬂ'olve two ounces of pure Silver in four ounces
of Aqua Fortis, and pour upon this Solution
one ounce of the Butter of Antimony, which toge-
ther with the Silver will go into a white Curd, as
we faid but now of the Lead ip the preceeding Pro-
cefs. Wath this Powder with common water, and
dry it and adminifter it in the fame Dofe as the Sa-
turnine Powder is to be given ; and it will perform its
part in all Difeafes, bug efpecially in thofé of the
Head.

N. B. The Butter of Antimony muft be made of
the Regulus of Antimony, with rectified Spirit of Salt,
and not with Mercury fublimate, as the common
cuftom is,

Purging Gald.

IN the firft place, you muft make a moft ftrong
Spirit of Niter thus, wiz. put equal parts of cal-
cined Allum and gond Salt-peter into a weil coated
Retort, out of which is to be drawn, (leifurely and
by degreesinto a very laige Receiver iuted on tothe
neck of the Retort) a Spirir, which will make the
Receiver look red.  All the Spirit being diftilled, let
the Fire go out of its own accord, and leave on the
Receiver o long till all the Spirits are fetled, and
thar the Receiver be become clear agen : Macerate
the Lute, which joyned the Receiver on tothe Re-
tort,with water, and have an efpecial care when you
take off the Receiver, that none of the Lurefall into
the Spirit. Pur the Spirit in a firong Gla, and
fhut it up well with Wax, that it may nor exhale,
for it is very ftrong, and is red as Bloud, becaufe it
had no water put unto it in the Receiver.

Pour two ounces of this ftrong Spirit upon one
ounce of the Butter of Antimony,and it will prefent-
ly pafsintoa red Solution, whereto put one ounce
of pure Gold that it may be diffolved, which Solu-
tion will be redder than Bioud. Then pour in
thereupon fome common fair water, and the Anti-
mony and the Gold will precipitate intoa Purple
Powder, which is to be wafht well with water, and
{o dried. '

Its Dofe is from one, two Grains to fix, (accor-
dingasthe Age and Party is,) it may be given in
Wine, Ale, Water, or any other Liquor, which
may be asa Vehicle unto it. It works without any
danger, and doth fafely and pleafancly (beyond all
other Purges) drive out all offending Humours out
of the Body of Man.

Aurum Diaphoreticum, or Sweating Gold:

F no water be poured upon the juft-now-fpoken of

red Solution, thereby to precipitate the fame, bue
Gggegg that
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that that ftrong Spirit of Niter be drawn off by a
Retorr, it then takes from the Antimony its purging
and vomiting power and makes it Diaphorical. Nor
needs the Purple Powder, whenit's taken out of the
Glafs, any wafhing atall, becaufe being admlplm'cd
in two, three, four,five, fix, or ten Grains Dofe it may
be fafely taken, and it provokes Sweat. It is there-
fore very proficable in all the Difeates that are to be
expelled by Sweat; yea in the Leaprofie, Gout,
Dropfie, French-pox, Plague, Scurvey, and in all
Feavers doth it play its part even to admiration, for
(by reafon of the Gold which it contains in it) it
dothi both provoke Sweat, and firengthen the pow-
ers of the Body. .

“The former Powder or purging Gold, being mixt
_with an equal weight of purging Lune, or purging
Saturn, and molten in a Crucible, turns into a red
Stone or Glafs, of which, lile Tablets or Pellets
fomewhat bigger than a Pea may b¢ again caft or
molten, and kept fos ufe. And now when there’s
need of purging, let one of thofe Tablets be_put in-
to fome fpoonfulls of Wine and lie thercin all night,
and let the Wine be drunk offin the morning fol-
lowing, juft after the felf fame manner as other pur-
ges are wont to be adminiftred.  For there is fo
tuch virtue extratted by the Wine out of the gla-
zen Tablet as to give feveral Stools. If one Tabler
or Pellet be not fufficient, then may a fecond, ora
third, or more be adjoyned thereunto, and fo” left
all night in the Wine, that fo the Wine may work
more effectually if need requires. The Tablets or
Pellets remain good along time, and may be many
timesapplied to the felf fame ufe. )

But it any one fhould be_defirous of performing
this labour cven yet better, he may gera litdle Pot
or Cup to be made for him of white Earth, and
and may have it glazed both infide and outfide with
this fame Glafé ;. for two or three.Spoonfulls of Wine
infufed for a night in fuch a Cup, and drunk off next
morning, are capable of purging you even as doth
th: other.

Thefé are the cffets of thefe purges in Medicine.
They likewife do fome good in Alchymy, if all three

of them, wiz. the Sarurnine, the Luvar, and the .

Solar are reduced by melting intoa Glafs : thisGlafs
being Philofophically cemented fomewhat of the Sil-
ver, Lead, and Antimoay will be meliorated, and
turned into Gold by the Gold.

Now for a Farewell, take this which follows, If

the God Appollo the Inventer of Medicine, would
beftow his light upon any one, and by his hot
Beams mele the waxen Wings of the untamed, fly-
ing, and (to his Father Dedalus) difobedient Son
Iearus, (and flying out of the Hle of Creet, over the
Iearian Sea,) that fo he might fall down into the
fweet and fulphureous Sea of the Sun, and may
‘remain drowned therein : Then from this dead Bo-
dy (which is not wont to be fubdued by any other
means) may a moft excellent Medicine be prepared.
For what way foever he is handled by otherwife,
whether he be turned into a white fublimate, or be
reduced into a yellow or red precipitate, he is not-
withftanding always corrofive ; and brings more
hurt than good, and therefore may very deférvedly
be efchewed.

Or if we did but know the way of fixing it with-
out any corrofivity, by thofe three principal Co-
lumes of all Medicine, namely Vitriol, Sulphur, and
Ancimony, he would undouttedly be adminiftrable

without any fear, and be withall capable of perfor-
ming great macters.  For then he would not ftir up
and caufe fo many purgations, and fuch vehemene
Salivations, and other hurtfull fymproms as ufually
comes to pafs, buc_would bring a moft fpeedy help
to the Sick by his gentle operation by Sweat and
Urine, and get the Phyficiana moft eminent praife,

This I would have every one know, that Sulphur
hasa power of killing all Corrofives, and reducing
them to a fweetnets, whether it .be done by the dry
way or by the moift. "And of all Sulphurs, a Ve.
gerable Sulphur is the fitteft, which being freed from
its inflamable nature, is capable of reducing [any]
Corrofives, though never fo great, unto a {weetnefs
in one hours fpacc. Nay more, any Metal being
firft diffolved in fuch like Corrofives, doth together
with the fame become a fweet Medicament : And
fo when Gold is dittolved in Spirit of Salt, and Sil-
ver, Tin, Copper, Iron, and Lead are diffoved in
Aqua Fortis, and that that Corrofive Diflolvent is
tranfinuted by a fweee Sulphur, it fo comes to pafs
that the Metal together with the Corrofive is made
a Medicament, and becomes potable.  Such pota-
ble liquor of the Metals, (but efpecially of Gold and
Silver,) and void of all Corrofivity, will you mect
withall in my Medical-fhop; which liquor, as well
thofe of Silver, and Copper, as that of Gold, are
red. The Liquor of Gold may be ufed inficad of
Aurum Porabile, and it guilds Quickfilver and the
other Metals with a golden Colour, like as the Sil-
ver-liquor guilds Mercury, and Silver [or Copper,
probably | with a Silver Hue ; and the Coppery.li
quor guilds Mercury and Iron with a Coppery Co-
lour. .

N B. Aurora being inflamed with the love of
Fupiter, and withdrawing him together with her &lf
into Heaven, if both of them be again thruft down
headlong by the other Gods into the Salt-Sea, they
come torth out of this Bath, fo delicate and fo white,
that fhe refembles the fairnef§ of Diana ; and he, the
comlinefs of Apollo: but not as yer conftanc in the
Fire. But when the time of bathing is over, dlurs
coming to the Sea Shore, draws both of them out
upon a dry Ifland called Ireny, from Lron ; where
they are yer once more wafht by Fulcan, (who
makes ufe of Sarurns help) in a dry Bath, who wath-
eth off the Defilements tar more accurately chan the
Salt Sea could, for he leaves not off wafhing and
purging them, unill all the Defilements arc fepara-
ted from both their Bodics, and that they be made
like unto Diana and Apuilo , in Conftancy’ and
comelinefs.

ars feeing that his Sifter Fenss, and Brother fu-
iter did come forth out of the Salt Sea with fo love-
y a fairnefs, leapt thereinto himfelf, that o by
fpending fome time in wathing, he might rinfe off
thofé black Defilements from his black Body. But
there was fuch flore of filth wafht off, as madeall
the Sea green and fweet, and it hid [or fwallowed
up] Mars himfelf, being now much diminifhed, in-
fomuch that he could never have efcaped out of that
Sea, had not So/, out of meer pity on him, dried
up.the water of the Sea, for old limping Sasurn t
come unto him, and to take poor wrerched him
out of the Dire and Mire, which he alto did.

Buc becaufe there was fucha deal of Mire and
Filth as that this (flim) lame, (hopping Fellow)
could not ger out agen, he even there fruck faft
with Mars, and fo loft his Life. O the dead Bodics
of thefe two, wiz. of Mars and Sasurn, Valcan did at

length
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length make one Head having two Faces, or adou-
ble_ Countenance, one refembling Apolo, the other
Diana; and upon this account was the name of
double-vifaged fanus befrowed upon it by Vilcan.
By thefe few and fhort Operations and Procefles,
may any' one make and devife many more fuch like.
1 am not at chis time,for my part,minded to bufie and
trouble my felf about any more Ledious a defcription
of fuch matters, for I guefs that in what 1 have al-
ready faid and difclofed to the unchankfull, I have
100 much exceeded my bounds. Every one may
choofé to himflf chofe things which he fhall deem
moft profitable, and forbear to defpifé that which.hc
fhall not be capable of apprehending the meaning

of.

*Tis a ufual Proverb, That a Cup of generous Wine
st acccompany Dainty Delicates.

Becaufe thercfore we have in the three precedent
Sawces or Junkets, prefented you with fine favoury
Cates, it is but fitting that we accompany the fame
with three dainty draughts, and thofé drawn out of
the beft of Metals too, namely outof Gold and Sil
ver, becaufc the Cates or Sawces themfelves were
compoled of the fame. Our Ancient Predeceflors
called thofe Drinks of old time Neéfar, or the drink
of the Gods, which in our days are known by the
names of potable Gold, and potable Silver.

Concerning thefe two, do many of Jgnoramus his
Fraternity babble many Stories, and fallly boaft that
no true potable Gold can be preparcd, or be in Be-
ing without the Philofophers Stone. This conclufion
of theirs is clearly untrue, for a Man may eafily
make Gold and Silver potable, though he hath
not any knowledge at all of the univerfal Medicine,
whichis to be thus underftood, wiz. when the Gold
and Silver either alone or conjoyned, are diflolved
in a fweet and not Corrofive Menftruum, and ren-
dred fit to be adminifired to the Sick in Water, ‘Ale,
Wine, orany other Liquor. For thofe kind of So-
lutions may be taken for a fimple porable Gold and
Silver.

But now for any on to diffolve Gold in that cor-
roding Aqua Regis, oF Silver in Aqua_Fortis, and
then to imagine that he hath potable Gold and Sil-
ver, heis altegecher in an’ Errour. Potable indeed

they are, becaufe they may be drunk like other Li- |

quors : But forafuch as thofe kind of Solutions do
corrode all things, and bring cxtream Detriment,
they are juftly rejected, and the rather becaufc be-
ing pourcd into Wine or A'e, they defile and thicken
the fame ; which, no true porable Gold diffolved in
a Not-corrofive Menftrumm, will do, but when ’tis
mixe with Wine, ‘Ale, or Water, it rcmains bright
and clear. Befides too, true porable Gold muft be
of fuch a property, as to have no vifible corporal
Gold producibie thereout of, and yet notwithftan-
ding, beable to induc the meaner Metals, yea and
Mercury it felf with a golden nature, if they be
thercin boied, o to coagulate and tranfmute them
into Gold by the dry way in a Crucible, whether
it be done with profit or without profic (it matters
not.] Now this tinging virtue comes not from cor-
poreal and dead Gold, butfrom a fpiritual living and
tinging Gold.

If therefore the common and corroding folution
of Gold, cannot_be accounted for a tru¢ durum Fo-
tabile, and that the fpiritual and tinging Gold, which
is diffolved without any corrofivencfs fhould not
come under this Title neicher, whence I pray fhould
it be fought for, and where fhould ic be inquired

after. Iconfefs, I do eafily perfwade my (CIf, that
as for the firft Ens of Gold if we did but know how
towafhand purge it in fuch wit, as that being tur-
ned into abloud-red liquor, it would admit of Dif-
tillation by an Alembick or a Retort, we fhould have
a better potable Gold. But where fhall we find fuch
an Artificer, as can teach us the way of preparing
fuch a potable Gold ? *Tis therefore our beft way to
content our felves with fuch Medicaments as wehave
at hand, fo long untill God beftoweth better upon
us. This likewife I believe, that if we did but
know fuch an Artifice as to wath and purge Mercu-
ry, in fuch fort as that ic might pafs into a ponde-
rous and fweet Water, and if wé could fo adjoyn
fome pure Gold thereunto inftead of a ferment that
they might lifc up [or fublime] themfélves together,
and again become conftanc and fix : that then, from
them would arifé a red and foluble Carbuncle, or
true potable Gold. But thefé are onely my fimple
thoughts and conceptions, no difpraife to thofé fup-
pofitions which other men have cntertained concer-
ning this marter.  So likewife if fpiritual Gold, and
the fpirirual Sulphur of the Vine be conjoyned by the
help of Sal, they give a good porable Gold, which
contains in it Gold potentially, but not attually or
palpably, as may be feen in my Treatife of che true
Auyum Parabile, which being clear like Water, and
a bright or fair potable Gold, I do adjoyn to my
Cates or Sawces inftead of White-wine.

Bur even as White-wine the’longer it is kept, the
yellower it grows, fo likewife whitc Auwrum Pc-
tabile doth not retain its whircnefs above two orthree
months, but becomes more and more yellow, andis
at length turned irito a rednefs, bue fill retainsits
tinging faculty. Hecherefore chat thall not be well
pleafed with the taft of [my] Wineor potable Gold,
ler him tarry till being more old they become yellow
or red, for then they are of a pleafanter taft, as ha-
ving (through long Procefs of time)loft their Sulphu-
reous Talt. .

But as touching the manner of making that pota-
ble Gold, as alfv all other unpleafant, fugacious, and
unripe metallick Potions, pleafant, ripe, fix, and
fweet Liquors, that fhall be revealed afterwards

Furchermore, 1 dohere ferve out inftead ofagood
drink, the golden-coloured Soul, or my Tincture
madeofNiter, of which I have fpoken in the fecond
part of my Spagyrical Difpenfatory. It is of as
much virtue in Medicine as that potable Gold is,
which T made mention of but now, but performs
nothing in Alchymy or in the Tranfmutation of Me-
tals; but what it would do if it were made fix and
conftant in the Fire, I do notas yet know, for T
have not as yet brought it to that pafs. But how it
may be made fix fhall be prefently thown. This
very Tincture in the degree it is at prefent in, pro-
duceth great effects in Medicine, yea and greater
too than thofe which I publithed about it, in the fe-
cond part of my Spagyrical Difpenfatory. * Itisof a
delightfull Taft to the Palate, it removes the ob-
ftructions of the Liver, Lungs, and Spleen, it pro-
vokes Urine, expels the Stone, prohibits Obftructi-
ons with the Excrements, it may be moft fafely ufed
by old and young, yea evenby thofe whof€ ftrength
is much debilicated, and it is wont to afford them
prefent help; it wonderfully Corroborates, and

makes all Animals, Minerals, and Vegetables fruit.
tull, and this will eafily appear o to be, if youdo
but take fome Vegetable Seed and macerate in the
fame, and then put in the Earth, it grows far fpee-

dier
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dier and ripens much fooner than other Seeds are
wont to do.

I have fometimes macerated Wheat, Barly, Peafe,
and the Seeds of fuch-like Corn in this Liguor for a
night, and being thus fteeped, have fown it in pure
Sand, and they have grown ripe far fooner than
thofe which have been planted in good and fat Earth:
which is fuch a thing, as hath made many Men ex-
treamly to wonder, when they faw Corn grow in
bare Sand without any other Earth or Dung, and
be able to arrive to fuch perfelt maturity.

Many other Salts there arc of no great coft, and
fuch as are to be had in vaft quantity, with which,
Corn being macerated and fown in barren Lands,
and in fuch as are not dunged doth come to perfect
maturity ; and this I have tried not onely once, but
oftentimes ; and have alfo purpofed (if God pleate )
to bring it into publick ufe, in thefe United Provin
ces: to which end, the moft Supreme Orders, Gene-
ral and Provincial, have granted me a Priviledge (or
Patent) for many years; whereby it is forbidden
to fow or plant barren, fandy Grounds and undung:
ed, after this kind of way, without my confent.
The main Bafis of the knack lies in Sea-falt, which
may be plentifully had in thefe places, and be eafily
prepared and made ufe of ( to fatten lean and dry
Grounds with ) inftead of Dung, )

- But amongft all fuch like Medicaments, the Tinc
ture of Nitre bears away the Bell, for it caufeth
many Stalks to fpring up out of one Grane, and to
yield fruit, a thoufand fold. Nor doth it onely make
the Vegerables fruitfull, but Men too, and the terre
ftrial Animals, and even. the Birds themfélves that
live in the Air. And by the fame reafon alfo may
it be brought to paf§, that even the Metals may be
mulciplied by the help thereof, as we fhall declare
anon, in what follows.

Both thefe Wines or efficacious Drinks doe very
well fuit with the metallick Sawces or Junkets, they
heat the Body, help the concoction of the Stomach,
corroborate the Spirits, give good Nourifhment,
drive forth out of the Body the fuperfluous Excre
ments, in a due manner by Stool and Urine, they
caofe Chearfulnefs, beffow a profperous Health,
give acomely Look, and change the Complexions
into the Sanguine and beft Complexion ; in the ac-
complifiment of all which things, that pure and
golden colourcd Tin&ture of Niter excells.

And here I muft make a litele digreffion, and fe
fomewhat more clearly afore your Eyes, the four
primary Complexions ; from which the other mixt
oncs do arifé, according as a Man partakes the more
of this or that Complexion.

Therefore as touching the Complexions, the An-
cient Phyficians judged chereofaccording to the form
and colour of the Hair, and were of this Opinion,
that the Sanguine Complexion which of all others is
the pureft, produceth red Hairs and a white Skin
full of fma'l and bright Pores, fuch Men being indu-
ed with hotand moift Bloud, and of a found Confti-
tution are diligent, learned, pious, prone to Venery,
Ingenious, Chearfull, and for the moft part long
livid, bur are fubje&t to hot Difeafts, as Feavers, the
Plague, and the like ; and doin their nature refem-
Dle the Sun, amongft the Planets, and Gold amongft
the Merals.

The Cholerick have véry black Hair, a ye'lowifh
Skin, and theirBloud is hot and dry, and they are
wrathfull, quarrelfome, ftrong, bold, Warriours,
addicted to Whoredoms, fubtle, wicked, falf¢, mer-

cilefs, rejoycing at others harms, as is wont to be in
War. They are tormented with raging Feavers, as
alfo with the overflowing of the Gall, and they are
of the nature of Mars and Venus amongft thie Pla-
nets ; and of Iron and Copper amongft the Me-
tals.

The Hairs of the Melancholy Complexion are for
the moft part betwixt a white and black colour,and
their Skin is white. They are of a cold and- dry na-
ture, quiet, laborious, mufing, induftrious, fincerc,
pious, and mercifull, inclined rather to weepin
then laughter, if they hear of any mifchances, they
aim at Juftice, and fear God without Hypocrifie, or
eftcem of Men. They are fubject to all kinds of Di-
feafes,are afflicted with a debility of their Limbs, and
are compared to Satninand Fupiter amongt the Pla-
nets, and to Lead and Tin amongft the Metals,

The nature and property of the Fhlegmatick is
moift and cold, the Hair and Skin white, the Wit
dull, adreaming fleepy quality, negligent, carefull
of nothing, obftinate, envious, flow, and grofs, and
unteachable, the Body confifts of thick or homely
Limbs, and is wont to be troubled with the Scab,
Wcers, and cold Feavers. ’Mongft the Planets the
Moon, and ‘mongft the Metals, Silver, are fuppo-
fed nor much to differ from their Difpofition.

Thefe are the marks (as is be'ieved) of the Com-
plexions in Men and Beafts. But yer youare to
know, that one [fingle]Complexion doth very rare.
ly bear abfolute fway in any Man, but they are for
themoft part mixt, and fo the denomination is g
ven according to the predominant Complexion.

A Man that confifts of a fanguine and phlegma-
tick property, is as it were double complexioned,
and both the colour and denomination are divided,
fo that from red and white, yellow hairs arife, and
the Men themfelves are of a good, temperate and
fruitfull nature ; and thusisic to be underftood of
other Commixtions.

Bur forafmuch as a pure and fanguine complexion
is eftcemed the beft and wholfomeft , the Ancient
Phyficians in their Cures were wont to call the fu-
perfluity of any phlegmatick fcabby perfon, Phlegm
and warery Blood : [ the fuperfluity J of the Melan-
cholicki, fad and irkfome cogitations [or peniive
dumps: ] and [the fupertiuity ] ot Cholerick, a mad
raging brain. Now of this Phlegmatick, Melancho-
ly, or Cholerick [perfon] do we make a Sanguine
one, that is, a Man of a found and pure blcod.
Upon this account have they afcribed this property
unto their Univerfal Medicine, wiz. that it does not
onely change all the imperfect complexions of Men,
as the Cholerick, Melancholy, and Phlegmatick into
the Sanguine ; but doth alfo tranfmute all the imper-
fect, unripe, grofs,and volatile Metals into pure Gold.
For.if a Medicine be of fo much virtue as to convert
all the Complexions into the Sanguine one, it will
neceffarily cranfmute all the imperfect Metals like-
wile, as Sarurn, Fuzicer, Mays, Veuus, Aerany and
Lune into Sol or Gold.

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The Air receives[its) vital food from the Sun,and
the Sun derives its Original from God, the Center
and Beginning of every Life. And therefore when
we are_defirous of extracting that vital food out of
the Air by the help of Art, and of reducing it into
a vifible body , it is behoovefull and expedient, that
we expofe thereunto a certin Magnet, which may
draw the fame unto it lf, and be by little and litcle
augmented therewithall , and may grow both in
quantity and virtue, even as an Herb out of the
Earth ; or as an Animal gets it felf growth and en-
creafe by mear and drink, and adds to it felf an aug-
mentation of ftrength and greatnef, and at length
affociates it felf unto [or couples with] its like, and
mulciplieth its kind.

Man himIf doth without intermiffion attract to
himfelf the Air, by the help of his Lungs ; buc the
Heart retains onely the viral food thereof, and re-
jecteth all thereft fike o much excrement. The Bo-
dy it felf alfo doth daily affume food and fuftenance
by the Mouth, but the Stomach tranfimits the nutri-
ment that is eparated thereout of, to the Liver, to be
reduced into blood and flefh : but the Excrements,
as the Dung, Urine, Sweat, and the like, it banifh;rh
out of the body by the ufual paffages. Thus like
wife ftands the cafe wich our Medicament. According
as the Magnet is, that we expofe to the faid Air, fo
accordingly doth it ateract its like out of the faid Air,
whereby it may get to it I, Life, Virtue,and Power.
But it cannor poffibly be, chat it fhould extract that
virtue and faculty fimply pure and clean ; No, but
it gets to it elf alfo a cerrain, unprofitable, and wa-
tery Effence, which is affociated unto that [virtue,]
which acqueity doth again go off, as a fuperfiuous
Excrement, and muft neceffarily beftow the Life
onely upon the Magnet, that it may be therewithall
encreafed and ftrengthened. If I defire to have a
Vegetable, then muft I fow a Vegetable Seed ; or
fuch a Magnet is to be placed there, as may affociate
or adjoyn unto it felfits like out of the Air. If you
would have an Animal, then an Animal Seed, or
Animal Magpet is to be ufed. But if that which I
feek is to be more pure, and more conftant [or
lafting : ] a purer Maguet muft necelfarily be expo-
fed ; for like doth always feek its like ; love, o'er-
come, and conférve it : according to the teftimony of
the Ancient Wife men, Nature rejoyceth with Nature :
Nature overcomes Nature : Nature retasns Nature.

And therefore feeing our purpofe tends to this,
namely, to cxtract the invifible faculty of Life, the
power and virtue of the Sun out of the Air ; to con-
centrate it, and make it corporeal, vifible, and pal-
pable ; It behooves us to provide our felves with a
fitting Seed or Magner, which may earneftly atrract,
overcome, and hold the fame. Now fiich Magnets
are pure Gold, and the moft pure Soul of Sale-peter,
both of them being the true offfpring of the vivify-

g Sun.

Becaufe therefore like defires its like, loves, and
feeks after it, a poifonous Magnet muft not be expo-
fed [to attract] a vital food : “For as is the nature of|
the Magnet, {o likewife doth it attract good or evil
out of the Air. It isa thing thar Husbandmen are
well acquainted withall, namely, that Wheat produ-
ceth nothing el but Whear, and from Tares do

Tares arife. If the Seed or Magnet be aurcous and
ure, it will alfo acquire to it felf pure and golden
irtues, and be encreafed by them.

The manner of [o placing the Magnets, that (| by Solut;.
ons_and Coagulations ) they may receive the Afral
and vivifying Rays of the Sun , and may render
them vifible, corporeal, palpable, and durable.in ¢he
Fire. *

Y OU muft get made fome flat and firong glafs
Difhes or Platters, in which you muft put
your Magnet the thicknefs of half a fingers breadth,
and expof¢ it moift to the Sun, that the unproficable
humidity may vanith by evaporation. Which done,
(and in the Summer-time it will be done in a few
hours, efpecially if there were not too much of the
Golden Liquor put into the Difhes) expofe the fame
Dithes, which contain in them the (thus] dried Salr.
in the night-time, open to the cold and moift Luna;
Beams, that the Salt may by its magnetick virtug
affociate unto it lf from the Air, the Water, which
carries in it the univerfal food of the Air, and con-
fequently may be diffolved. This Solution is to be
agen fet out in the day-time to the Sun-beams, which
will again dry up the unprofitable moifture, and
leave in the Salt, that vivifying and golden Seed,
which it contratted in the cold Night and Air, to-
gether with the humidity, which is void of any vir-
tue. The Salt being freed by the Sun from its f-
perfluous moifture, muft be again expofed at Night
to the Lunar beams, that it may again imbibe the
Aftral virtues, and may be agen diffolved in the im-
bibed water, thar, being the next day, as the day a-
fore, expofed to the Sun, it may be animated anew
with thofe fame virtues: Thefe expofings by turns
[to the Sun and Maon,] muft be fo long and {o often
repeated, untill the faid Magner, ( after its being dri-
ed at the day-time in the Sun) will, at the night-
time, hardly "admit of any moifture from the Air,
and that being dry and put upon a red-hot Plate,
it readily melts without fume. For then may it be
applied to ufe, as being a conftant and fix Medica-
ment.

This interchangeable Solution and Coagulation
mutt be repeated fome hundreds of times, and every
Solution and Coagulation is to be accounted for a
Philofophical day. :

If now in the Summer-feafon the heat of the Sun
be not ftrong enough in our Countries for the effec-
ting of this operation, the faid heat may be concen-
tred by Glafles, or metallick Inftruments, and be
made more_efficacious, that the Coagulation may
be ripened [or haftned.] But in defect of fuch In-
firuments, and want of the heat of the Sun, which
is frequently over-caft with ftore of Clouds, ycu may
eafily forward the Coagulation with our Common
Fire, and that too with a more unfailable and fpee-
dier operation than that is, wherein the drying up
by the Solar heat is always to be waited for. And
although this operation, which is performed in the
Sun, is to be accounted of as far the beter, yet not-
withftanding the Swz doth operate together with
our Common Fire after an invifible manner, when
we cannot make ufe of the Sun it feif.  For Whe{’e‘
foever the Air is, there alfo is to be found the invifi-
ble Sun, and the occule virtue and power of life.
He that can have the opportunity of ufing the Su
in this operation, needs not any other Fire. Bur the
ufing of our Comrmnon Fire requireth a peculiar Iron
Furnace, whereon the Difhes or Bafons are to be
placed to dry.  But yer the heat muft not be under-

neath, and firike at the bottom of the faid Baﬁ)l?s,
ut
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bur it muft be fuch as may ftrike the heat down-
wards at top of the matter onely, and may gently
and by lictle and litzle confume the humidity : For
¢lfe there would be hazard of the Liquors boiling o-
ver, and of being loft, if the heat fhould be placed
under the bottom of the Difhes.  The Iron Furnace
may be made of Iron Plates, refembling Arched work,
{or Oven like] and be placed within a Stone Fur-
pace, and have a Door fitted thereunto, that o nei-
ther Duft nor Afhes may fly thereinto, and by this
way will the Salts be dried in two or three hours
time. And now, that you may not need to wait till
the night approacheth, you may have a wooden
Box or Cheft made, and covered over at the top, but
pierced full of holes all round abou the fides, which
( with the Bafons placed therein ) may in the Win-
ter-feafon be fer abroad to the cold Air, and in the
Summer-time may be placed in fore moift Cellar,
that fo the Salts may attract from the Air the food of|
Life. For in all places of the World doth the Air
contain in it ( though in one place more plentifully,
and better, than in another) that cccult faculty and
virtue of Life, without which, neither Men nor Ani-
mals are able to live. But by how much purer the
Air fhall be, fo much the purer and more ex-
eellent is the acquired Medicine.  As for the Tranf-
mutation of Metals, it matcers not much what Air
it is that you get, for every fort of Air is fit for this
operation. We doe in this place manifeft onely the
way of fising it : Now every one knows that a pure
and clean Air is Letter than a grofs and an impure
one, and that the heat of the Sun is better than the
heat of Coles, or of a Lamp.

Thomas Aquinas writes, that God with his Angels
cannot want our fire, and therefore is he reproved
by Paracelfuss, becaufe he faith thar God cannot want
the Elementary fire. Alas, Good man, he did not
fo accurately weigh this matter, for this propofition
tends onely to this end, namely, to fet afore our
eyes the purity of the Fire neceflary for the Coction
of our Medicine. From whence it is fufficiently
manifeft, that a Medicament will be fo much the
better, by how much the purer the Fire fhall be.
For a grofs Air begets a grofs Blood. But in this
operation, the Air is the Meat and Drink of our
Golden Salt, but the Water or Phlegm is to be dri-
ven away by heat, it being a fuperfluous Excrement
adhering on to that Air. Now in thofe manifold
Solutions and Coagulations, the Magnet doth al-
ways retain fome good thing, and encreafeth both
in weight and virtue, and attaineth a conftancy :
like as Men and other Anima's are encreafed with
Meat and Drink, and doe grow in ftature, and mul-
tiply themfelves. The whole work therefore of ma-
king this kingly Medicament by the help of the fecret
Solar fire, doth confift in a good, pure, and golden
Magner, and afterwards in a true Solution and Co-
agulation : Which if it be too fpeedy and ftrong, the
over-much heat will burn up and confume the at
tracted food of Life. 1f therefore a Medium be not;
ufed, it fo happens, as ’tis wont to be in any Earth
that is too moift, and therefore not [ capable of ]
bearing fruir. So that nothing is more neceffary
than t have a due regard of mediocrity , not
cqerl)' in the Soluticn, but in the Coagulation like-
wife.

which thing the Common fire will never perform in
a glafs clofed up, and without the Air. .

Note this, and believe it, and doe it, and thou
wilt find what thou haft believed, come to pafs.

_ Supper being ended, and the Drinking-bout over,
‘tis time for the Guefts to go to Bed, unto whom
the cuftom of fome is to prefent a clofing Cup, made
of good and profitable Herbs, ‘mongft which, fuch
as are more bitter, are for the moft part in greateft
efteem, becaufe they clofe up the mouth of the Sto-
mach, and beget a quiet Sleep.

Now to parallel this Cuftom, T will here fet one
down, for thofe that are defirous of fiich like bitter
Potions, and fuchan one as they may prepare accor-
ding to their pleafure, and apply to ufe.

Take of common Aqua Lorsis, which you muft
reltifie by a Cucurbit, or by a Retort, that it may
be bright and clear. Diflolvextherein, by boiling in
hot Sand, as much cupellated Silver as it will dif-
folve ; but youare to note here, that there muft
not beany Copper atall inthe Silver, for ic would

Ipoil the Medicament. Into the Solution pour firong

and well rectified Spirit of Sal-Armoniack, fo long
till the Aqua Fortis makes no more Ebullition. When
all cherifing and noife is over, there will be about
the half parc of the Silver precipitated, and fettled
tothe bottom, and will be of an afhy colour. Place
the Glafs in Sand, put Fire thereunder, and boil
the precipitated Silver with the Menffruum, inwhich
boiling there will feparate yet more Silver outof the
Menftrusm, and the refidue will remain diffolved up
in the Menftruum, which is to be filtered through
Cap-paper, and then to be evaporated by little and
lile in Sand, that all the humidity: may be ab-
firacted. : :

N. B. The Aqua Fortis and Spirit of Sal-Armoni-
ack, turn into aliquid and volatile Salt, and have
loft their corroding property, which Salt hath intro-
verted the Silver, and drawn its bitternefs forth, in-
fomuch that both Salts are converted into one bitter
and green Salt. This Salt muft be diffolved, fitter-
ed, and purified by pouring Warer thereon, and
again drawing it off ; and being hereby rendred
more pure, it refolves it felfin the cold Air intoa
green and bitter Liquor, one drop of which is able
to make a whole Cupfull of Wine bitter. And this
Wine being drunk is profitable to the Stomach, cau-
feth quict Sleep, diffipates Windinef, and keeps the
Belly Soluble.

N. B. This Saltguilds over Glafles, and other gla-
zed Veffels with Silver, nor does it vanifh away buc
remains conftant. It likewife performs other confi-
derable effects in Alchymy, as may be feenin my
other Writings, but efpecially in the fecond part of
my Turnaces, of the laft Edition. And thus do 1
leave the Guefts to their reft, that they may Sleep
even till broad Day-light.

The Sun being up, and fome of the Guelts being
very droughty or thirfty with their Yefternight Sur-
feiting, and being tormented with overmuch Heat 5
they endeavour to extinguifh this Inflammation cf
the Liver, with cold Fountain Water, or with fimall
Beer, or with hungry and fharpning Wine. Others
fend to the Apothecaries for fome Syrup of Rofes, or
Violets, and mix that with Fountain Water, and fo
drink it off. But the burning hot Liver is prefently

_ And this is that way by which the Solution done!
in the Air, and the Coagulation made in the Sun,|
doe reduce the Mercurial water, and the Minerals

prepared with Salt into fufile and tinging Stones ;'

fmitten with a fudden horrour, the Stomach is re-
frigerated, and befer with clammy Humours, and
moft an end the Limbs are debilitated, the Skin be-
comes Scabby and cold Feavers poffefs the Stomach.

. Inftead
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Tnftead therefore of fuch like drink, I willhere fub-
fiitute a far better cooling Potion, which fhall nos
hinder the health, as thofedo, but be profitable to
the fame.

Take one pound of Spirit of Salt, not ofthat yel-
low, unrectified Spirit that is fold in ghg Shops, but
of our well rectified Spirit ; wherein diffolve as much
Tartar as it will affociate unto it féIf in a gentle boi-
ling; filter the Solution through Cap-paper, that fo
all the Feeces which were in the Tartar, may abide
in the Paper,and the SpiritofSalt it felf together with
the [diffolved] Tartar may pafs through, bright and
clear ; if the Solution flands long in a cold place, part
of the Tartar will fhoot into Cryftals,and partthere-
of will remain mixc with the Spirit of Salt, qnd give
it a gratefull vinous Acidity. Ifyou ufe white Tar-
tar then the faid Spirit will remain white, red Tar-
rartingeth the fame +with the colour of a Ruby.
N. B. The Spirit of Salt is of fuch a nature, as r!lat
it makes all colours more fair.  You may therefore
ufe red Tartar to make this Potion withall, becaufe
of the lovelinefs of the colour, wherewith it tingeth
the Spirit of Salt, for as to the virtues and efficacy
of them, there is no difference to be found between
them.

This Tartarized Spirit of Salt is very fweet, and
tafts like an acid Wine, fome drops of which, being
drunk in cold Fountain Water, will not at all hurt
the Liver : nor will it onely allay the droughtinefs
and thirft, bue alfo ftic up in'the Stomach an Appe-
tite to meat and drink. And therefore I do com-
mend this Tartarized Spiritof Salr, beyond all other
thirft-allaying Remedies, and it may be taken fafely
and pleafancly, both Swmmer and Winter, becaufe
the unripeand acid Wines being drunk with Fountain
Water and Sugar, do refrigerate the Stomach, and
load it with tenacious humours, and weaken the Ap-
petite,and hinder digeftion. . .

Moft profitable therefore is this our Spirit unto
thofe, who daily drinking much Ale, may always
mix a lictle of the fame with their Ale. For it makes
the Ale to taft like an acidith Wine, it allays thirft,
fo that there will not need fuch a guzling in of fo
great a quantity of thick Ale, it difcuffeth Wind, ex-
pells Urine, hinders the gencration of the Stone in
the Bladder and Reins, and if it bealready genera-
ted it diflolves and confumes the fame, aud by little
and lictle drives out the fame with theUrine. _Being
adminiftred to fuch as are troubled with the Feaver,
Gout, Stone, and Scurvy, and that in all their
drink, it is a pleafant and profitable’ Remedy. Con-
cerning the ufé of which, you may find morefpoken
in my Treatife, intituled, The Confolation of Sailors.

Now befides all chis, there is yet one thing more
that I fhall here admonith you of; namely, that
by the Spitic of Salts help may a Remedy be admi-
niftred to many more hurtfull diforders, bur efpeci-
ally in the fiead of thofe fharpith Waters, unto
which, Men are wont to come from far and under-
take long Journeys, lofing their moft pretious time
and Money, neglecting their Calling, their Houfhold
Affairs, their Wifeand Children, upon the bare hope
of recovering their former Health : Whereas not-
withftanding, the Spirit of Salt well prepared with
Tartar, and having a lirtle Steel Powder put there-
into, will perform the very fameeffect as the Cali-
beat Watersare wont to do, and fo they may avoid
the lofs of fo much expences, and of their pretious
time ; and thus every one may difcharge and follow
his own Calling and Domeftick Affairs, and yet for

all chat, be cured by the help of the Tartarized and
Chalibeat Spiric of Salt which openeth the Obftruc-
tions of the Liver and Spleen.

But wha fhall I fay much for ? Some haply there
are that go the more willingly to thofe Waters every
year for other reafons. Such as have old chiding
Wives at Home, that take it very ill if their Huft
bands do but ftir out of Doors, and are continually
a plaguing them with Scoldings and ill Words, have
not thefé think you great reafon to feek fome Di-
verfion 2

Young Women alfo love to vifit thefe Waters and
Baths, who meeting not with o much heat in their
feeble and aged Husbands, as to beget them with
Child, berake themfelves to thofe Waters and Baths,
where at all times they meet with ative firong Com-
panions, full of firength and Metal, who without
doube do frequent the faid places, for this very end,
namely, to apply warm fuppofitorics to thofe cold
Women, and uterine emplafters to make them Fruit-
full, and totake away Sterility. Such kind of Dames
being reftored to their former health, ard re-
turned Home, their Husbands find (after fome few
Months) how effectual the ufe of thofe Waters have
been upon their Wives.

Befides, it moft an end happens that the Mafter
and Miftre(s beingabfent,the Houfhold Affairs arc ve-
ry awkwardly adminiftred and managed by the Chil-
dren, the Men-fervants, and Maid fervants ; and
that common German Proverb doth ufually take
place; The Car being out of the way, The Mice upin
the Shelves do play. The truth of this is fufficiently
teftified by frequent Examples. And thercfore itis
much better to drink thefe acid Waters at Home,
whereby both Money and Time is fpared, and me-
ny evils prevented. And thus much may fuffice w0
have been faid concerning a refrigerating Drink.

And now, feeing we have at hand good Checfe
and Butter, good Sawces or Cates, and dclicate
Drink,can we notbe here with contenc? Verily inmy
Judgment here’s enough dithe out for one Bangquer.
But fome may fay, in very good time ! Glauber [in-
deed] does not onely teach usthe preparation of
good Meats, but likewif¢ of Cheefe, Butter, Sawces,
[or Junkets,) and pretious Wine, but yet tells usnot
trom whence the Milk to make the Cheefe and But-
ter withallis to be had, nor whence the Sugar and
Spices for the Cates, and the Grapes needfull o
make the Wine with, are to be goteen ? What be-
nefit have we by knowing how to make Cheefe and
Butter, and yet want Cows to yield us Milk ? To
fatisfie thefe, we will demonftrate unto them, that
even both the Milk it felf, and the precious Spices,
and moft excellent Grapes are all attainable by the
help of Salt.

In my Treatife called Miraculum Mundi, as like-
wife in that called The continuation of the fame, and in
that Book, of the marure of Salrs, I have clearly en-
ough fhown, that all the faculty of the Growrh and
Nourifhment of all growing and movable Creatures
doth take its rife and original out of Salt alone, and
that the correction or melioration, not onely of Ve-
getables and Animals, but even of the Minerals too,
is to be fought for from the fame.

Bue forafmuch as this beteering of ,the Metals
meets with bue lictle credic and is very-hardly belie-
ved and underftood,(nay “tis plainly thought a thing
impoflible to be eftetted,) 1 could not chooft but
manifeft and demonftrate the truth of the fame unto
the whole World ; namely, that like as the Mm:lcs

ar
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are in long procefs of time maturated by Salt in,
the Bowels of the Earth: Even fo may the fame be
likewife maturated, mundified, and amended out of

the Earth, by Sylt, by the help and benefic of Art

not onely by the moift way, but alfo by the dry, and
that with onc Fire, in one Furnace, and with one
Servant, whom I will in chis place call Tbe Country-

man paying bis yearly Rent, When his belly is con

tinually filld with Coles, his Plows never ceafe go-
ing, fo that weekly, monthly and yearly he is able
1o pay his mafter the due’hire, namely Gold and
Silver, wherewith all things neceflary for houthold

expences may be gotten.

And although this Countryman, which I will here
defcribe, be not that [great] Country-Farmer, which
1 have mentioned in the Third Part of the Profperity of

Germany : yet notwithftanding he is a litcle one, and

one that will difcover fo much unto the ignorant as

to caufe them to believe that the things which I fpeak
of are poflible to be done, and that there is a yer

vicher and better Countryman.  But this here is to
be accounted as a fmall Cow, and which will how-
ever fupply you with Milk, Butter and Cheefe, for
neceffary ufes, if not with Sugar, Spices, and Wine

too, to be fet out upon the Table. If this Country
fellow be too little and finall for any one, he may

even provide himfelf of a better, and learn by the

confideration of this, by what means fuch Country-
men are to be nourithed, that fo the Rent may be
gotten from lum in its due time.

In the firft place you muft prepare you fome
{ounds of goad Spirit of Salt, after the way which

prefcribed with Vitriol, without which it will effect
nothing, for out of this [Vitriol] it doth in the pre-
paration carry over with it the fpiritual Gold, or
tinging Spirit, which faid [ fpiricual Gold] is, in the
performing of the operation, fixed, together with thar
fpiritual Gold, which lyes hidden in the inferior Me-
tals, and fo becomes manifeft.

Then (in the next place) you muft build you a
Furnace, which is called by the Chymifts the flow
Henry, or dull Harry, but I call it The little Country
Tarmer or yearly Renter : you may build it, I fay, of
what bignefs you pleafe; or for Example fake, the
Tower which holds the Coles may be about Man-
heighth, and about one Cubit broad in the infide,
but fo, that the top part and bottom part be nar-
rower, and the middle part wider. To this Tower
you muft adjoyn two or three Furnaces, which are
here called the Countrymans Plows , and in which
the Vesiels are to be placed, which hold the Me-
tals that are to be maturated by the Spirit of Salt,
and which have a continual heat, whereby the never-
ceafing coction is holpen from the Tower that con-
tains the Coles.  Now fee that you make all things
cleverly and well proportioned, whereby that the
Fire may be well and commodioufly governed, and
may be conferved for twenty four hours at leaft,with-
out any looking too or medling with, as may be feen
by the now defcribed Figure.

The Veflel, in which the Spiric of Salt, with the
Metal, isto be exercifed (or laboured) with a daily
Coction, muft be made of fuch mateer as doth not

flie with the heat of the Fire, nor is not eaten with

the Qlarpnefé of the Spirit, (but! fuch as may be

feen in my Laboratory, and will for the moft part

;| dure and hold the Spirit of Salt awhole year with-
out breaking,

All things being ready and firred, the Country-
mans Belly is to be filled with Coalsup to the Neck,
and his Head covered with a Cap, that the Fire
may not find any out-let, fave by the lower holes,
through which, the hear may find an entrance into
the adjoined Furnaces ; and as for the Veffe's, they
are to be filled with the Spirit of Salt, and with Me-
wals firred for this Operation, and to be covered
with their Alembicks, that the Spirits which afcend
in the hoiling may be received and conferved. When
all the Spirits of the Salt are come over, they are
to be again returned back upon the dried matter in
the Cucurbit,and are to be agen drawn off by diftilla-
tion. This operation and cohobation being often
repeated, doth ripen and fix the fpiritual Silver and
Gold, whereby it becomes Corporeal : But yet the
Spirit of Sale alone is not able to give Gold, but ri-
pens Silver onely, but by the addition of other Salts,
ir will give Gold too. "And even for the fixation of
Silver,common Salt may be alfo added to the Spirit of
Sal, that fo the Spirit of the Salt may be made ftrong
in the digeftion ; yea and in time (o very ftrong, as
to fume even in the cold Air, and therefore-a little
water may be alfo added befides the Salt
Hence it comes to pafs, that in one days digeftion
fix pounds of Spirit of Salt will give feven pounds of
the fame ; unto which, if you again add one pound
of Water, and one pound of Salt, you fhall have
eight pound of Spirit of Salt : which by the addition

For the Agent and Patient are continually encreafed,
and become bettered both in quantity and quality,
which verily is a moft excellent work, and never fo
manifeftly defcribed by any body as by my felf.

But that I may be yet better underitood by every
one, I will here adjoyn a way which every one may
imitate, and which teacheth how, by the Spirit of
Salt alone affording not Gold but Silver, the faid
operation may be inftituted with Copper.
You muft take care to have a Veffel made either
bigger or leffer, of fuch marter as the Spirit of Salt
cannot fpoil or prey upon; And pour thereinto as
many pounds of the Spirit of Salt as it will well hold,
and as many pounds as there be [of Spirit,] fo ma-
ny ounces of Copper-plate muft you putin, and to
them add twice as many ounces of Salt, fo that to
one ounce of Copper there may be two ounces of
Sale. The Spirit of Salt being drawn offeventill the
Copper and Salt be dry, it will be ftronger and more
in quantity, becaufe, from the adjoyned Salr, it hathi
acquired to it felf an encreae and greater Virtues.
Pour this Spirit agen upon the Copper, which in the
firft diftillation was wholly diffolved up ; and boil
the Spirit of Salt over the fire, that the Copper, to-
gether wich the Salt, which was nor carried over by
the Spirit in the firft diftillation, may be again dif*
folved.

according to the common Proverb, Man propofesh
and God difpofesh.

Murien was not ignorant that' Arcand’s of great
moment lie hidden in Urine, but hath manifefly fig-
nifiedit. For when he had prepared the Tincture
for King Calid, he wrote upon the Veffel in which
it was, thefe words, He that carries all things with

bim, needs not any others help. And having fo done, | out.)

he filently betook himfelf unto his Cell.  But he
had faid before unto the King, In thee O King ! the
Medicine is, by which words, he meant Urine. For
out of Man’s Urine may a fix Stone be made, which
fhall be manifefted in other places.

Furthermore this likewife is to be here known,
that it is a moft notable and a true experiment and
artifice in Alchymy, that is, in the true melting of
Salt, when the Agent of Salt, and the Patient, or
Metal, are fo thoroughly conjoined and mixed, as
that the Agent isdifperft throughout the Patient,
that fo the Patient may fuffer the more, and confe-
quently that that Patient Metal may be the fooner
ripened and fixed. When a Flock of Sheep being
in the Fold, fee the Woolf coming, they are indeed
all terribly affrighted, but are not all bitten and
torn, and foa part of them feel the hure and the
other part remain free. But if the Woolf fizeth
upon the Sheep in the open Field, and tha the Sheep
are fcattered far and wide fo that they cannot poft
fibly flock together, they will certainly fuffer more
grievoufly.

For Example fake, when T would meliorate Lead
by means of Salt, whether by the moift way by Spi-
rit of Salt or by the dry way by dry Salts, if now I
cannot radically conjoin the faid Salts and Lead
together, I do but litele to purpofé, becaufe Lead
and Silver, unlefs prepared by fingular Ingeny and
Skill, are not touched upon by Salt and its Spirit,
and fo fuffering but fuperficially onely they are able
to refift a long time.  But being radically united un-
to Salt by the benefit of Art, foas thac they cannot
be diftinguifhe from each other, then they fuffer in all
their parts and die, which death istheir melioration
and life. He that defires to arrive at this Goal,
muft rife betimes, and ufe a moft notable diligence,
for floathfulne(s hedgeth up the way of coming there-
unto : Even I my felfam no perfect Artificer, but
wait upon the Omnipotent God, expeting what he

The Fire and Azoth wafh Laton.

OME of the Philofophers have called their Pa-
tient Laton, and their Agent dzorh. But what
fubject thatis which they meant by the name of
Laron there are many Opinions of Authours con-
cerning it, in whofe Writings may be feen, that the
greateft part of them do intend thereby Sarurn, but
yet not the vulgar : and even fo is it too concerning
their Azath, or Vinegar, that being likewife diverf-
ly accepted. But be it as ic will, yct this is certain,
that evenin the common Saturn do many abftrufe
fecrets lie hidden, (to fay nothing of the more myf-
terious Saturn, did we but know ‘how to get it

ue. N

All Philofophers do fuppofé, that the Heart in
Saturn is better than that in Gold it felf, and for that
reafon do they call Lead a Leaprous Gold, and fay,
that ifit could be mundified by a true wathing, fome
great mater would proceed  thereout of. Many
Men have very much bufied themfelves about this
wathing, but yet have not attained unto ought elfe,
fave that they have brought the Saturn into a white,
fugacious, and liquid Body, concerning which la-
bour I have made mention'in this Treatife of metal-
lick Cares and Sawces, andalfo inthe third Part of
the Profperity of Germany.

In my judgment, the common Saturs isa com:
modious Earth, for the reception of a metallick Seed,
and for bringing the fame unto multiplicaton ; Wit-
nefs Paracelfus himfelf who teils us, that Saturs may
be compared to the Earth, for all fuch things as it
feizeth on it makes like it f€lf, and turns them into
Farth, wiz. in the common Fire, for Paracelfus here
intends that.

But now, if fome metallick Seed -be fown in Sa-
turn, as being a commodious metallick Earth, and
that fuch an Earth andfuch a Seed be moiftned with
aduc merallick Water, and be expoted to the fruic
producingandvivifying Sun, the carth together with
the Seed, doth by reafon of the moiftning caufed by
the pouring on,or affufion of the mimeral Water,fwell
up, and become porous, and receives and conferves
the Water, fo that the ripening Sun capnotdry up
the Earth, and confequently burn up the Seed. And
by how much the oftner the Earth is-moiftned with
the mineral Water, and the Sun expelleth the faid
humidity, fo much the fpeedier doth the Seed ripen,
and ateain to his maturity.

For like as the Husband-man when he is about
to fow this Corn, choofeth fuch a ground, as con
tainsa'fatand tenacious mould, which may not be
watht away with the Rain, nor fuffer the due nou-
rifhment to be withdrawn from the Seed ; for ifthe
Seed be fown in Sand, a litcle Rain can eafily wafh

away the Sand and Seed, and impede the faculey of
growth,
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growth, whichin a fatand tenacious Soil is not wont
tohappen. _For the Water or Rain fhould but onely
molten the Earth, that it may not be too clofely
compreft, bur become porous and admit of the Rains
penetrating unto the Seed : which when o, then is
there hopes of the Seeds fprouting, in fuch a far
Farch which fwells up by means of the Water, and
of bringing forth its Fruit.

Even juft after the fame manner are the metallick
Seeds to be fown, and ripened ; and for Example
fake, let us take the vulgar and common Saturn,
(well mundified) for that Earth, into which we will
fow fuch a Seed as having a_ great affinity with Sa-
turn, loves to be augmented therein, whereby it may
bring forth fruic. And like as the Seed of any Ani-
mal requires an_Animal Matrix, as a Field or Earth
tobe multiplied in, and hath notany affinity with
the common Earth : Even fo likewife doth a metal-
lick Seed require a metallick Earth, Matrix, or
Ground, wherein it may germinate and be multi-

lied.

d Now this multiplication is on fuch wife made, as
isdone in the Animals, by the conjunction of Male
and Female, one performing the office of the Agent,
and the other of the Patient.  Sothen, we will make
fome trial in this Procefs which is here annexed, not
for the inrent of getting great Treafures thereby, but
for the fake of fearching into, and getting the know-
ledge of Nature ; we will take the Male in the room
of the Seed, and the Female inftead of the Ground
or Field, and we will try whether orno the Seed
will admit of multiplication.

Let us therefore take the common Saturn for the
Feminine Matrix, and Antimony of the Male-like-
feed, which we will fow into its own Matrix, as
Husbandmen areWont to do. . I'do not gain-fay but
that thercare other Seeds, and probably better to
be found to be implanted in Sarurn, than Antimony
is: But yet here 1 content my Rlf with this of An-
timony, as having an intention of onely fhewing at
this prefent, by what way it may appear that a me
tallick Seed may be brought to a faculty or poffibiliry
of growth in the Saturnine Earth. And upon this
account for Demonftrations fake of this Labour, was
T willing to ufe Antimony, it being a mafculine Seed
of a Saturnine kind. For common Satura is ufually
accounted for the true firft Ens of Luze,and Anti
mony for the truc firft Ens of So/, and they arein
very deed found fo to be.  For you fhall not find
any Lead without Silver, norany Antimony without
Gold; o that 1 firongly perfwade my felf that from
thofé two, there cannot arife ought elfe but what is
good and profitable, did we but know how legiti-
mately to compound and handle them. And although
I do not profefs my flf to know many things, yet
will T fimply tell you my opinion, concerning the
way which I fuppofe fuch a Commixtion and Ma-
turation may be effeCted by.

A Philofopher faith thus,

By Gold and Silver you will nothing do,
Unlefs you ufe their firft Ens theveunto.

_ The firft Entities of both thefe are Lead and An-
timony, the latter of which, (viz. Antimony,) isnot
to be admitted in'that impure ftate that we find it in,
unto the former, as unto its Bride or Spoufe, but
muft firft be wathed in a hot and fharp Lixivial Bath,

nefs, and fhine like a Star in the Firmament ; which
Antimony thus purged, is called by Paracel/is, the
figned Star. ’

But yet I would not have any one to think, that
[ do here mean the common ftellate Regulus of Mars,
which would be diffolved in Spirit of Salt, and would
feparate ic felf from the Lead, which ought not -to
be : But that figned Star muft be fo prepared, as
not toadmi of being diffolved in Spirit of Sal. ’for
elfe it will not ferve for this Work. It muft be fo
concreted as if it were fo many thin Shells (one
within another,) and fo very hard as to be able to
cut Glafs, and to ftrike Fire out of a Flint. This
ﬁgneq Star being fo wathe, isto be fown intoitsown
Matrix, and by the folar Heat and fruitfull Rain
to be promoted and enforced unto growth, ’

Take of the thus prepared maftuline Seed, or
figned Star, [A] parts, and of the feminine kind,
[B] parts, mele the figned Star in a pure Crucible,
unto which being molten caft the Woman in, which
being caft in, there is prefently made a fiveet Con-
junction and Commistion of them both in thar infer-
nal Hear, in which they familiarly couple together.

The Mafs being commixt, is to be poured oui of
the Crucible through wet Brooms into cold water,
and is to be reduced into Grains, and fo the mafcu-
line Seed or Husband will be legitimately and duely
mixt with its Earth or Ground, or Wife: which
Earth together with the Seed which it contains is to
be putintoa firm Veffel, which fears nor che violent
corrofion of the Spiric of Salt, but in fuch a quanti-
ty as that fearcely a_tenth part ofthe Veffel may be
filled therewithall : Then mutt there be purthereon
as much mineral Water, namely pure Spirit of Sal,
as the Cucurbit can bear, and Fire is to be puc’
thereunder, whereby the Spiric of Salt is to be again
drawn off, by which Operation, the Earth together
with the included Seed will day by day beretrefhs
ed, be moiftned and fwell up, by reafon of the Spi-
rit of Salt,no otherwife than as if you thould moiften
fome dry and as it were parched Earch, with Wa-
ter.  For the Sarwrn is not difolved by the Spirit of
Salr, but onely fwells up, and becomes foliated, and
yet remains whole or cntire, nor is it much unlike
unto lovely lookt Talk, which fhines with a delicate
whitenefs : and therefore the Philofophers fay, fow
your Gold in white foliated Earth. Without doube
they meant not common Gold, for then they would
not have faid, our Gold, but would have fimply
faid onely Gold, had they not intended a peculiar
Gold, or firft Ens of Gold. .

N. B. L cannot by any means omit to give you
thus much notice, namely, Hethat cannot hit upon
the manner of preparing the faid figned Star, may
endeavour the making ‘of common Saturn aureous,
particularly after this manner, as follows. Exlraﬂ:’
with Spirit of Salt out of the Oars or Veins and me-
tallick fugacious Earths, the fpiritual Gold thatlies
hidden therein, and extract or draw off this Spirit
thus impregnated with Gold from Sarw, which
Spirit may by this means be all agen hud, and be
ufed about new extractions. And as for the Gold
which the Spirit extradted, that the Saturn hath im-
bibed, and indues it felf thereby with a golden na-
ture ; which if you imbue or meiften with many fuch
extractions, that goldennefs will, as I may fo term
it, grow up or increafé in each cohobation, and the
Spiric of Salt it felf will become augmented.

that it may thereby attain to a delicate fiivery white-
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1f now the Saturn be imbued witha fufficient Por-
tion of fpiritual Gold, it muft be reduced by X, or
Alkalies, that fo the fpiritual Gold may be made
corporeal, which will exhibit it elf pure unto you,
afcer that the Sarwrn fhall be driven away on the
Teft. But yet there is no need of doing this, feeing
it will be better to granulate the Saturs, and by
thofe repeated cohobations to draw off the Spirit of
Salt agen, being each time impregnated with that
fpiritual Gold, and fo by this means will you enrich
your Satwrn with the greater plenty of Gold And
being fo enriched it muft be_reduced by a fixing X,
in my fecrer Crucible, which neicher fuffers any
thing to go away infume, nor torun out ; in which
reduction the fpiritual Gold and the fugacious Saturn
it felf are fixed, o thar both Geold and Silver are
found on the Teft with great profit, this labour re-
quiring no other cofts fave thofé of the Fire.

This Operation which feparates fugacious and fix
Gold out of the Oars and Stones, is far better than
that which is made by the Solutions of Luzeand Sa-
surndeferibed atlarge in the third parc of the Profpe-
rity of Germany. For here, we do notneed cicher
Aq. Fortss or Vinegar for the Solution of Saturn or
Lane, neither need we the fame to get the extracted
Gold out of the Spirit of Salt, but being free from
that labour and cofts, we [onely] draw oft from
Sarurn, that Spirit which hath extracted the Gold,
which [Saturn) attralts and holds the volaile and
fix Gold that was in the extraction, infomuch that
there is not requifite to this labour of drawing off
the extractions from Sararn, any thing elfe fave onely
Coalsand Fire, Add hereunto alfo, the gainfull en-
creafe which daily comes in by the addition of Salt
and Water, by which the Spirit of Saltis day by day
augmented withoutany cofts. )

N. B. When the Spirit of Salt becomes too ftrong
by reafon of the Salt putthereto, that Water where-
with the Oar is wathe, after the firlt extrattion of
the Spirit of Salt, [or after it hath firft been extrac
ted with Spirit of Salt] may be made ufe of [and
put thm‘etoﬁJ inftead of common Water. For it is
fomewhat fourifh, and hath likewif® a golden na-
ture.

N. B. Praife God, and forget not the Poor, fee:
ing thou art fufficiently informed and taught by
what means thou maift get great Treafures.

The things I here write, are not for thisend,
namely, to teach others how to make great heaps of
Gold, but onely to fhew them a way of attaining to
a good Medicament, and withall, of knowing and
perceiving by the fame labour, that the melioration
of the Merals s altogether poffible and certain,

Whoever he be that could attain fo far as to bring
Antimony and Lead, as being the firft Ens of Gold
and Silver,into a certain Diffolvent,fo as that the one
would not precipirate the other ; then at length
would he have entrance upen the right way, which
Yeadeth unto great things, like as alfo Gold and Silver
being diffolved in one and the fame Menftruum gives
beginning to things of great moment. 1 dare affirm
therefore, that he that can reduce Gold and Silver,
or Antimony and Lead, with Salt, into an agree-
ment, hath opened a moft firong Gate which leads
unto a great Treafure; for then the Patient muft
tuffer even unto death, and muft die, out of whofe

dead Body, new and living Bodies do afterwards

come forrh.

Although I have often told you in my Writings
that Gold has no greater enemy than combutible

Sulphur, and that nothing is more inimicitious to
Silver than Salt, and nothing more difpleafing to
Mercury than a ftrong Lixivium, and that amongft
thefe contraries there is a perpetual Antipathy o long,
untill they are conftrained by Art and Skill to be.
come friends and mutually to embrace each other :
yet notwithftanding, chis will not ke fo eafily fefi-
ble by every prating Boafter, and thar makes agreat
noife by his lofty vapouring fpeeches ; no, but for
the fake of thefe very Men, are fuch great Arcanas
juftly and defervedly wrape up in darknefs, and in-
deed ’tis fit they fhould fo be.
Morcover if there be required a great fuffering
tis neceffary that both the Gold and Silver, as be.
ing Male and Female, fhould fuffer together and
not barely the oncor the other apart : for hereby
this Regeneration will be made fo much the nobler
and the more magnificent. For Example, make a
Circle, and cut or divide it with Diameters crofi-
wife [or at right Angles through the Center] fo
that the extreams of the Diameters which divide
themfélves in the middle or central point of the crofs
may touch the Circle, and that of thofé four ex-
treams [or Semi-diameters] one may touch above,
and the octher beneath, and the other twain may
reach, oneto the right fide, and tother to the left,
Place the Gold in the uppermoft extream marked
with the letter A, and his enemy, namely Sulphur,
in the lower extream, which the letter G, demon-
firates. Inlike manner place Silver on the left fide
of the Gold, at the letter B, and its enemy, wiz.
Salt on the right fide marked D, and you will fee
how averfly thefe enemies behold each the other,
The Sol looking about him efpies his capital enemy,
Sulphur, directly oppofite unto him, and hath Lune
at his left fide, and Salt at his right ; and very wil-
lingly would he enter into friendfhip with Lune, and
Salt which are joyned at his fide, if they but would,
or indeed could. ~ But he honours not hiscapital ene-
my Sulphur, with fo much as a look. The Lune
placed by the fide of the Sun, dees not permit the
Salt to joyn it felf with the Gold. For when the
Salt is with the So/, it clearly hinders the Lune from
affociating it felf with the fame. Nor canit poffi-
bly be that Salt, Luzeand Gold fhould enter intoa
thorough familiarity. Thus too is it with Lune,
who hath her capiral enemy diametrically oppofite
unto her, and very willingly would fhe enter into
friendfhip with both her neighbours, viz. Sol and Sul-
phur, if they were not fuch great enemies (to each
other,) and refufed this familiarity. For if Lune
affociates unto her elf the Sun, then Sulphur denies
{to come into the fociety. If {he admits the Sulphur
as her companion then, then So/ is excluded, as abo-
minating the friendfhip with his enemy Sulphur.
Much lefs therefore can Lune be the companion of
them both together. See rhe Fig. in the Book of Dialog
But now if the Gods pleafe, that thefe four capi-
tal enemies, fhould unite in one fociable amity, and
that wonderfull regenerations fhould arife from this
new familiarity, (then) do they command Vilean to
heat in the Fire this Circle comprizing thofé four
capital enemies, thus conftituted in the four afore-
fuid extreams, and cafting fuch hatefull looks upon
each other, and yet not knowing how to efcape out
of the Circle, and to prefs them together more and
more with his Hammer by little and litcle, uncill all
four being driven into one maf, do come together
into one body, which body doth then obtain a pow-
er of reconciling all enemies, and of effecting great
matters. By
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By this here fpoken may any one eafily conjec-
ture, what great fuffering there is in this Conjunc-
tion, and what great ftreights do afflict thefe ene-
mies, when each of themmuft thus againft their will
enter into friendfhip with his capital enemy. Veri-
ly we find them to be fuch fufferingsas have not their
like again, and therefore do they produce to light,
fuch great and fuch wonderfull regenerations. Now
whatloever it be that is exercifed in buc a fmall fuf-
fering, the fame doth admit of but fmall ¢émendation.

The greater the fuffering, the greater the meliora-
tion, fo that that affliction which brings with it even
death it fGlf, brings with it alfo fo much the more no-
ble and magnificent Regencration and Refurrettion.
He that futters not in this World, fhall not have the
Crown put upon him after his Refurrection. By
how much the greater and more innocent the fuf-
fering and affh¢tion of this life is, fo much the grea-
ter, and fairer a Crown may be expelted in the o-
ther World.

The Grape is preft o long, till it be rid of all its
juice, this juice doth indeed bring a fweet and plea-
fant delightfomnefs unto mortal man, but the Grape
it felf which the juiceis preft out of, ceafeth to bea
Grape, and penfheth through defect of juice, and
paflech into nothing.  Butunto the noble Vine, hath
God given this benefit, that it yearly bears not bare-
ly one but many Grapes together : All which being
plucke off, it doch neverthelefs produce the following
year no fewer, but rather more Grapes ; and ftill
remains a blefled and fruicfull Vine, becaufe it is fur-
nifht with roots and fertile Boughs. On the contra-
1y, they that have devoured the good and fweet
juice themlelves, remain always hungry and thirfty,
and that for this reafon, becaufe they guzle down
the juice too new and frefh, whereby their Bellies
fwell, and they reccive no nutriment therefrom.

This is a thing certain and undoubted, that the
bodies of the Metals become by fuffering and dying
far more exccllent and more noble. He therefore
that knows that che patient is to be fubjetted unto
its own agenr, and doth alfo underftand by what
way they arc to be conjoined, will never labour in
vain, but will reap the withed reward of his pains.

When the agent doth touch onely the fuperficies
of the paticnt, and penetrates not into its heart or
root, there will verily be but a very hietle good done,
fave onely this, wiz. That the Agent being afore ren-
dred aureous, is able to give unto its patient alfo a
golden nature, and to bring the fame toan aureous
degree, and to beftow upon it the perfection of
Gold : but that melioration which is done onely by
it felf proceeds on very flowly.

As concerning the manner of enduing the Spiritof
-Sale with an aureou$ nature, that fo it may thefoo-
ner render its patient a partaker of golden virtues,
we have fpoken of thatalready, and demonftrated
it clearly enough; he that does not underftand, we
cannot help him any other way.

N. B. When the Eagle, the Servant of Fupiter,
hath with his beak and talons plucke out the coagu-
lated beams of the Sun out of the Cliffs and Rocks,
and brings them unto Fupirer, he is fo very bounti-
full, that he fends down the fame unto us by the
Rain, which is cf fo much efficacy, as that all the
Herbsupon which it falls arc bettered, and che mar-
tial, 'venereal, faturnine, Lunarand mercurial Herbs
do put on the golden nature of the Sun; foefficaci-
ous is the golden Rain of Fupirer, if the Eugle hath

And that I may be the better underftood, and
that itmay be known,that the Melioration of Metals
may be accomplithed by a dry Agent, full as well,
yea and better, and more profitably than by a moift
Agent ; I have judged it a thing worth while to ad-
joyn the following Procefs under the Title of rhe
Great Country Farmer.

And let the ftudious Artift know, that the amen=
ding of the Metals by the dry way, by the opera-
tion of dry Salt, is far more eafie, and may likewife
be difpatcht in a greater quantity, than is wont to
be done by the moift way : and that there is no-
thing required o this operation fave Salt and Coals,
belthc Metals that are to be fixed, even what they
will.

For Example, if a man be defirous to fix Saturn,
or to procure unto it a Silvery nature, there needs
not pure Lead be taken for this work, feeing he
may have the Oar or Vein thereof for much les
price ; and indeed there is fome that is a wild and
fulphureous Oar, which yields not, in the melting,
any good Lead, and may be had in great plenty in
fome places of* Germany that I know of, for a very
fmall price, or racher for none at all. Such a wild
Oar of Lead as this is, which yields neither good
Lead, nor is fit for the Potters to glaze their Pots
withall, by reafon of its hard fufion, doe I chufé for
my operation, not onely becaufe it cofts lefs than o-
ther fuch Oars of Lead doe, but for this reafon too,
becaufe it hath ftore of Sulphur, and fic enough for
fixation.

This Vein or Oar doe I bring into finall Powder,
and mix as much Salt thereto as need requires, then
caft it in upon the Coals, in fuch a Furnace as I have
deftribed to make ftore of Spirit of Salt in : The Sale
and the Sulphur exercifing their vehement or pow-

! erfull virtues upon the Lead, cauféch it to be afflicted

with terrible dolours, infomuch that part thereof
afcendeth on high {or fublimeth]) with part of the
Salt, and betakes it felf into Receivers firted on for
that purpofe. In which fublimation, the Salt and
the Lead afcend in a fpiritual manner, and contrary
to their will, fuffer fpiritually, and fo are conftrained
to enter into friendthip, finding a place of quietude
in thofe cold Receivers, and there fetling together.
The refidue of the Oar, and part of the Salc being
burrt up, and emitting no more flores, but falling
down through the Grate like Afhes, more new or
freth Coals muft be put into the Furnace, and new
matter muft be thrown thereupon, as afore ; and
this Labour is to be continued fo long, as it fhall
pleafe any one to follow it. Now by this, the Sazurn
is far more vehemently afflicted, than in the moift
way by the Spirit of Salt; And if unto the Oven [or
Receiver] receiving the fume, and in which the flow-
ers of the Salt and Lead fertle, there fhall be applied
yet feveral Receivers, there will then be cherein
caught ftore of Spiric of Salt, which being rectified,
may be agen made uf¢ of in the moit way. The
flowers being taken out of the Oven or Receiver in-
to which the fume goes, are to be agen thrown in
upon the live Coals in the Furnace, that they may
futter anew and be fublimed.  After that they are all
fublimed again on this wif¢, they are to be agen ta-
ken out of the Oven, and be caft in upon the live
Coals ; and muft be afHicted with thefe Labours fo
often repeated, untill they become fix and afcend
no more, but fall down into the Afhes. Which be-

And even
the Commixtion it felf requires good heeding, as be-
ing a bufinefs of no fimall moment.

Moreover, in this operation you muft aifo note,
Thar one Salt is more fit for this operation than ano-
ther is; for by how the fharper nature they have,
fo much the more commodious and profitable doe
they thew themfelves to be. So Common Sale fubli-
med, as is done in this Labour, will operate far
ftronger than Common Salt it feif unfublimed. Be-
fides, there are Salts to be found which work yet
far more powerfully, yca fo ftrongly, as that they
need not the help of an external fire, but doe pro-
duce their effects even in the cold. The operation
of which, in the moilt way, if any be defirous to
promote and ftrengthen by an external fire, he may
fo doc, in a Lamp-Furnace, and free himfelf of the
charge of Coals, and be exempt from that frequent
Labour by which the Fire is to be maintained.

Some moift Fires are of fuch great virtues, s that

without cofts. It is therefore a great gift of God,
and an efpecial grace from our Creator, if he maketh
us pofleffors of fuch a Country Farmer, which be-
ing fuftained without any cofts, doth notwithftand-
ing very largely pay his yearly Rent. To God
therefore are unceffant thanks to be returned for fo
great a benefit.

Bur we have faid enough of thefc moift and dry
Metal ripening Fires; what way foever any one is
minded to chufe, that way may he follow, for it
Iyes in his own free choice. If he chance to err, let
him not lay the blame upnn me, who out of a good
mind have undertaken thefe labours of writing, but
cantiot thruft the chewed meat into any ones mouth.
I will by God's permiffion fhow the wonders of God
to fome friends this nexe Summer, that fo fuch as
come after us may likewife have occafion of praifing
God, and of giving him thanks.

But even as the common Earth, when it is moift-
ned with often fhowers, and now and then freed of
them by the heat of the Sun, retains in it €lf a fruit-

of adminifiring heat fufficient.

And the burning Spirit, if magde of Leaves, Grafs,
rotten Fruit, or Corn, and Grape-ftones or husks
will be but of fmall cofts, or in a manner none at all.
Now a pound of fuch Spirit being placed with a Gol-
den wiek in a convenient Lamp will fuffice for three
or four days, and give heat enough.  But yet never-
thelefs, that moift fire doth ripen its Metal without
the help of any esternal fire at all, and yields its
profit, but then it requires a longer fpace of time.

Put cafe therefore, that I make my moift fire fo
ftrong as to be able to perform its office in the cold,
and that it needs not any external fire: And if 1
were to make a fire, it would needs require one
Ducket’s charge : If now, fanding any-where, it

yields me two Go'den Duckets out of the maturated;

Metal, it wou'd doc well enough, and abundantly
recompence the labour and colts expended. ~ For
there's nothing wanting of the Metal [ you took to
ripen ] fave that which is changed into Gold and
Silver. .

And forafimuch as I can fer by many fuch Veflels,
and thofe great onestoo, there’s no doubt to be made,
but that my gain will be the greater, and that with
very lictle labour. For now, at firft, the labour of
preparing the moift fire, is in a manner no labour at
all, for in three or four days may be fo much made
as is fufficient for the maturating of a great deal of
Metal. For this fire may be compared toa Seed,
which being fown in the Earth afore Winter, doth
in the Summer-feafon produce ftore of Fruit, and fi
to be reaped.

And though this maturation proceeds on exceed-

| geodnefs, but in weight too, and becomes more pon-
|derous : but you muft not think that this heavincs
-or weight proceeds from the Spiric of Salt’s infinua-
| ting it felf into the porous Earth, no: For if the faid
, Mafs fhould be but onely eight days time in the di-
I geftion, and the Spirit of Salt be [then] waht off,
Iyet would it be encreafed a quarter part ; which
ponderofity comes indeed from the Spiri of Salt, out
of which the Saturn draws fomething unto it felf for
nutritious fake, as the Common Earth does out of
the thowres of Rain, and becomes more weighty.

For if there were 1o occult and pitrous virtue in
the Rain, it would conduce but liztle to fertility ; and
if there were no fpiricual and aftral Gold, or fpiritual
and aftral Sun in Salt, the immature Metals could
not be ripened by the fame. By how much the
oftner therefore, a good Spirit of Salt is drawn off
from the Satumine Earth,and Saturnine Seed, fo much
the fooner alfo doth that Seed arrive unto s full
ripenefs. For atevery turn [of drawing off ] fome-
thing of the good part of the Spirit of Salt remains
behind, attracted by the Earch and Sced, from which
the melioration and augmentation doc arife : as may
be feen in the Vegerable Seeds which fprout forth
out of the Earth, and are encreafed by the help of
Rain.

The poffibility of thefe things I have feen, but
have not hithero brought the faid macters to a full
maturity, or to fpeak more rightly, I have not finifh-
ed the whole aperation. He that is minded to make
a thorough trial, may fo doe : and if he miffeth the
effect of his endeavours, let him not blame me, for

I doe not aim at drilling on any one by my perfwa-
fions,
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fions, to beftow his charges on an uncertain thing.
Bue I mention thefe things that fo the nature of Me-
tals as alfo of Salis may be known, and that (by the
help of this knowledge) the Writings of the Philofo-
phers may be the bereer underftood.  For the labour
here propofed avoucheth the truth of thofe Opera-
tions which the Philofophers call their Calcination,
Dealbation, Incineration, Afcention, Defcention,
Cohobation; Inceration, Diftillation, Sublimation,
Volatilization, Maturation, Fixation, and fay thatall
thefeand the like Chymical Operations may be made
in one Vellel,with one Fire, in one Furnace, without
any change ofthe Labours, Vellels, or Fire.

For the Philofophers have defcribed their greateft
fecrets and Arcana’s parabolically, and in Riddles,
bur efpecially the Pocts, asOwvid, Virgil, and many
others, who are very hard to be underftood by thofe
that have not the knowledgeof the nature of Merals,
which being once known and underftood, renders
the meaning of the Pocts eafie.  For the Poets were
wont fo impofé one while fuch a name upon fucha
Metal, another time another name upon another
Metal, which cuftom of theirs, he that does not
heedfully mark will cafily fall into an errour, and
mifs the apprehenfion of their meaning,

For Example, inone place they call Copper /e-
nus, in another, the Wite of Mars, in another, the
Sifter and Wife of Fupiter. And o deal they with
Silver too, one whi'e ‘they call it Lune, by and by
Diana or Fana, another time Vefla. Apollo is by
them ftiled one while Sof, then Phabus, then Latons,
fothar it is exceeding neceflary, for thofe that are
defirous to learn ought out of their Writings, to be
well acquainted wich thofe ditferent names and Ap-
pellations. And although the Pocts do account all
the Metals for the Sons of Sarurn, yet do they
fub-diftinguifh them and ftile them, Sarwrn, Fupiter,
Venus, &c.

The common Eead is Sarurn, and o is Antimo-
ny, Saturn, Bifmnte, Tutia, Lapis Calaminaris, the
Athy Colour, Yellow, White, and red Magnefia
arc termed by the name of Saturn : The white Mar-
cafire and Zink are deemed to be of the Family or
Pedegree of Fupiter: Orichalcum ot
white and red Copyer, are fliled by the name of Ve-
aes. But according as Venns is impregnated, and
according as the Copper is white or red, fo hath it
itsname, The red Copper is as yeta Virgin,  For-
amuch therefore as the Poets have committed unto
Writing the Tranfimutation of the Metals under the
Cover, and vail of Fables, and have made mention
of Saturn, Fupiter, Mars and Femus ; it can never
poffibly be, thar he who knows not this different
diftinction can underftand their meaning.  And for
an Example hereof, confider but the Fable of Diana
and vipello, brought forth ut one Birth by Latena,
who was gotten with Child by lying with Fupiter,
and was driven into exile by jealous funo, and ha-
ving a long time fuffered Perfecution: by the biting
Serpent #yhon, and being driven to flye through
all the Countrics of the World, did at laft after ma-
ny gricvous labours and troubles pafs over the tem-
peftuous Sca inco the Ifland Orygia, and betook her
{eif o her Sifter Ajtria, by whom fhe was received,
and begat thefe Twins, iz, Diana and Apollo,

Who will be able to apprehend the meaning of
this Fuble, fave be that well underftands the nature
of the Merals 2 Verily nobody will fo muchas dream
of or finell our ought of thofe Myfteries, unlefs he
fhail meet withefuch like Hiftorics in his metalline la-

bours, an'd then at lengeh will he underftand what
the meaning of the Philofophersis. But for Exam-
ple fuke, let us take two Metals which have an affi-
nity with each other, namely Fupiter and Venus,
thefe I joyn together, that 6 the Woman may be
impregnated with the mafculine Seed.  Latona there-
fore being grea with Child, I caft her forth into cx-
ile, that fhe may be continually perfecuted by the
biting Serpent "Python, untill fhe flies chrough the
Salt and flormy Sea, into the Ifland Ortgia, to her
Sifier Afteria, dwelling in the Ifland Ortygia, and
there bring forth the fair Diana and Apollo. Now
thef¢ things are cafily underftood, were but the ge-
nuine Appellations fubftituted in the raom of fuch
ftrange terms, of which thing I have onely fome
knowledge, but do not profefs my felfa perfect In-
terpreter.  Yer methinks I cannot choofé but fay
{omewhar. The venemous Serpent Pyrbon is a fir-
name of Appolls, for he is produced by the eficacy
of the Sun, and is that corrofive Salt which doth
folong aftlict and torment the impregnated Latone
all over the dry part of the World, untill fhe betakes
her felf by the Sea, thatis, by that firong Salt Wa-
ter, unto her Sifter, that is, unto pure Venus, and
precipitates her elf, and brings forth the fruits of
Jupiter, namely, Diana and spollo together, The
Poet doth here mind both the moift and the dry
way together, when the Metal is wrought with a
due Cement, and made fix it is [then] diflolved
with the Salt Water of the Sea, and pure Plates of
Venus arc putinto it thus diffolved, that fo the pure
Metal may draw unto it fIf her impregnated Sifter,
hWh(" br}l)ngst?githcrhwiéh her Gold ang Siiver, which
aving been fo long hiddenin its bo -
nifeﬁ%t felf. ¢ 1 doh now ma
Iv is indeed the better to fix the Metals by Ce-
ments, and fo torender their fugacious Gold and Sil-
ver compat, which may be as well done in the
moift way by fharp Watersand moift Fires. But if
the Meta’s, legitimately impregnated, do firft pafs
through adry and burning hot Fire, and are after-
wards yet once more tranfinitted through the moift
and cold Fires, then Pluto fends the mundified Soul
out of Purgatory unto Nepune, by whom it is carri-
ed into Paradife, where it doth afterwards remain
fafe and free from all danger of the Serpent.

Upon occafion of the aforefaid Fable, and parti-
cular Tranfiutation of the inferiour Metals, this is
tobe yet more obferved, that every Fupireris not
fit to impregnate Larona, buc that onely which is
yet living, efficacious, young, and full of Seed is
able to impregnate Larona, For Latona carried with
her no more but the Sced onely of Fupiter into the
Ifland Orjgia, and left behind her all the body of
Fupiter. '

‘Moreover this is to be confidered, that Latona did
bring forth Diana firft, in the Bofom or Lap of Ve
nus, that is, of the Midwife, but Diana, prefently
after fhe was Born, performed the office of a Mid-
wife in receiving her Brother dpollo in her Lap
which thing is fufficicntly manifeft unto thofe who
have laboured (though but little) in the Metals,
For fhould the Nativity of Apollo have preceeded
Venus could not have received him, for which rea-
fon Diana ought to come forth firft, that fo fhe might
the more commodioufly reccive Apollo from Latong,
T know not how by any means it may be propofed
more clearly. .

great blemifh of reproach upon the moft noble Chy-
mical Art, as makes it much contemned, whereas a
more noble and more excellent Art cannot be found.
Te not cenfure any, but yet it would become the
magiltrate to examine thofé great Philofophers, whe-
ther or no they were aftually and in very deed
skilld in that great univerfal, (which they boaft
fo wonderfully of, and writc Books of fuch great
moment, and promifé to teach others too, asif they
excelled even Hermes himfelf in the knowledge of
thie Art) and ifin the proofor tryal they gave good
fatisfaction, and confirmed the truth of their Wri-
tings by a real and true melioration of the Metals,
then to honour, defend, and protet them, as rare
and-fingular Philofophers. But ifthey know nothing
nor could perform ought of their pretended A, the
magiftrates would not do unjuftly if they punithed
fuch men,and made them exemplary, feeing too that
they endeavour to afperfe and backbire other honeft
men, who are endued with the skill and knowledge
of fuch great things, with lyingreproaches. Agood
Gardener being wont to gather good Honey out of
the Bec hive which he hasin his Garden, if he finds
a Neft of Wafps or Hornets any where near,built in
fome hollow Tree, and that they feal away the
Honey from his Bees, he right worthily deftroys
fuch a Neft, and roots out of his Garden thofe
Thieves and Robbers of his Honey, that fo for the

future they may not detriment themany more.

Were butone or two of thofe Fellows handled

in fuch a manner the reft would be deterred and
would not {0 calily promife others by their deceicfull

Writings, the making of the Philofophers Stone,
which they are fo extreamly ignorant of. Certain
it is theretore, that no true Philofopher, were hea
parcaker of the great univerful, will indifferently of-
fer the fame unto all Men, and calumniate (with-
out any caufe given) thofé that are fo innocent (and
who have forgotten more than others have leamed)
and publickly befpatter them with moft fale Lyes
betore the whole World, to the great detriment of

the Perfons fo abufed.

But to return to my purpofe, and to fhew in this
place yet another very confiderable Arcanum of Sa
surn, you muft know, that 1 have already publithed
divers great fecretsin this fourth and third preceeding
part, but curforily onely, becaufe I have not as yet
atcained to the one half part of their moft great uti-
lity, and I was willing onely to {hew what things
mought be done.

But forafimuch as I have fortified their ufe wich
goodand fharp Weapons, and that one or other
fometime lighting thereupon by chance, and reaping
great profic therefrom, may poflibly judge that heis
no ways atall bound or beholding unto me for the
fame ; | was willing for the better information, and
inftruction fake, to adjoyn thefe few things, which
are very weighty and confiderable.

In divers places of the foregoing third part, and
of this fourth part too, I have the preparation of the
Mercury of Sarurn and Lune, that is, 1 have fhewn
how Satwrn and Lume may be reduced out of their
Solutions, by the help of Salt, into a Snow like,
fuiile, tugacious, pure and dry Water ; which Wa-
ters are by me called the Mercuries of Saturn and
mie, by reafon of their fufile and volatile nature :
They “are metallick Waters not wetting the hands,
and ‘yet by reafon of their form do they bear the
name of Water, becaufe being put into a Crucible,

a|and molten with a fmall Fire, they are pellucidand

tranfparent like unto Fountain Water, infomuch
that they may be feen through even to the very bot-
tom: Bur yet the Water of Saturn is of a more tran-
fparent clarity than the Water of Lune is.

But forafmuch as our main {Cope in this place is
to make fome mention of the ufe of the Saturnine
Water, we will let pafs other matters, and declare
fome of the virtues of the faid wonderfull Water in
the melioration ofthe Metals.

Let the lover of Art therefore know, that the
Saturnine Water doth difplay its virtues in wathing
the Merals that are to be amended. For ifany
imperfect Metal, as Iron, or Tin, or Copper, be
adjoyned thercunto, and held in fuch a Veflel, as
inwhich, that Water cannot by means of its fuga-
cioufhefs vanifh away, nor through its fubtile and
pernietrating power run out, and that it be digefted
for a while in fuch a Veffel, this Sacurnine Bath fei-
zeth upon, watheth, and purgeth the Metal, and
tranfinuteth it into a better and more pure Metal,
buc yet with no great profit, for it onely fhews the
poflibility.

But yet if fome tinging Speciesbe adjoyned there-
unto, it does not onely make a pure wathing, but
likewife exalteth and tingeth the fame, according
as the tendency of the adjoyned fubject is, either
unto a white or a red Tincture. But what thofe
Species are, there’s no need of diftlofing them to
every one. ’Tis fufficient that I have laid open the
Water, and the ufe thereof in the wathing of the
Metals.

But that the Saturnine Bath may the fooner and
readlier feize upon the Metals, and wath them, it is
the beft way, toadd one third part of the Mercurial
Water of Lune, to the Mercurial Water of Saturn :
which Waters do very readily conjoyn, and each
help the other in the wathing, and do alfo tinge,
according as the property of that Tincture is, which
is adjoyned thercunto. 1 will for Example fake
adjoyn the manner, which fhall both fhew the pof-
fibility of the thing, and adminifter occafion of far-
ther fearch.

Diffolve one ounce of pure Silver in Aq. Fortis,
and three ounces of common Lead, in more Aq.
Tortis, mix both the Solutions together, and preci-
pitate them, either with common Salt Water, or
with Spirit of Salt, which isall a cafe. Pour off
the Aq. Fortis from the Coagulum, after its being
fettled to the bottom, which faid Coagulum, you
need not wafh with Rain Water, for this Work, but
prefs the liquor onely through a thick Cloath and fo
free it of its humidity ; this done, dry this metallick
Cheefe by the Fire, and you fhall have a Bath very
fit to wafh Venus, Mars, and Fupiter. And now
when you are minded to try whether or no the fuc-
cefs will fadge well, divide your Bath into threc
parts, and wath thofe three Metals on the following

manner.

Sythe,by which he may divide theGriffon [in twain, ]
and may turn whatever proceeded from the Eagle,
.into the Eagle'again; and may tranfinute that which
aroft from the Lion into the Lion agen. When the
dominion of the Griffon is divided, and that the Ea-
gle bears fivay onely over his birds, and the Lion
onely over his beafts, like two Kings, then allis well,
and there’s no war. But if once the Eagle endea-
vours to fhatch away from the Lion his prey, then
arifeth a great war, and of fo long a continuance, till
they have flain each the other, of whofé bodies the
Gods doc make the Gritfon. But when the Griffon
becomes too difdainfull, and affeteth Tyranny, and
defigns to bear rule over birds and beafts together,
he is agen divided by Vulcan, by the perfwafion of
old Saturn, thac fo he may return by a reiterated
tranfimutation into the Eagle and Lion: which wheel
[or rotation] of reciprocal tranfmutation doth never

reft, but converts it felf [or turns it felf round] in

a perpetual courfe for Man's punifhment , as long as

it fhall pleafe the moft high God, who, at laft, will
put an end to all fightings, flaugheer, and contention,
that afflict this world : at which time all the Eagles
and Lions which ever were in the world, fhall be
turned into the Great Griffon, which will rend and
overthrow the whole Earch.

This time all pious Souls doe expect and wait for
with ardent defire, and many fighs, that they may
be a laft freed from the ralons of the Eagles, which
rend all chings a-pieces, and from the claws of the
roaring Lions, and epjoy everlafting peace and quie-
wde. .

Thus much may fuffice to have been fpoken of
Salt-peter at this time, which, how it may be pre-
pared very plentifully, and with great profit, out
of the Salts of Vegerables, Animals, and Minerals, 1
have already declared in the foregoing third Part of
the Profperity of Germany.

Secing then, that by means thereof, a man may
be fupplied with firm health, food, and rayment, and
with Gold and Silver, what other thing is there, I
pray, that he can want 2 That which I have fo of-
ten faid, I'dos here repeat and affirm, That there is
not in the whole World any fubje&t that can com-
pare with Sale-peter, much lefs be preferred before
1

NP
iSale-peter is that great and fire-fpitting Dragon ,
thigkeeper of the Golden Apples, and that venomous
BaMisk which kills all things with his looks. If he
¢ fixt and made conftanc in the fire, then is he
that §alamander living in the fire, and that Phoenix
the bird of the ‘Sun, ‘whicli having gathered pure
Gold out of the Sand, ufeth it to the making of her
neft, and arriving to its utmoft old age, burns her
fclg ; out of whofe Afhes other Pheenix’s are produ-
ced.

yond the boundaries of equity, and withall it be-
hoves each fuch fubject to communicate any thing
whatfoever that is requifice for their fafety and de-
fence, and for the repelling and Dearing off the Ene-
mies.

The confideration of this dutifull fervice, which
bindsevery Subject to his Magiftrate, ftirred me up
(fecing that greivous and fudden Fire which almoft
deftroyed all the Kingdom of Poland, and therefore

fearing, left by dilating it felf it fhould alfo dctrit-
men!

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ment our Countrey) to take carein publifhing, fome
four years ago, & litle Book intituled che firft Part
of the Profperity of Germany. 1 thercin taught, by
what means the vaft plenty of Corn and Wine might
be fo concentrated s to be cafily preferved and kept,
and fo be made ferviceable for the common good,and
of exceeding profit, in future calamitous times.

1 likewife fhewed the way and manner of fome
other Arts, and fuch as are moft ufefull for the com-
mon good of the Countrey, ‘mongft which, that
difcovery of making Salc-peter out of old and rotten
Wood, (from which may a vaft quantity thercof be
had) is none of the meaneft.

1 have alfo bethought my fclf of another way of
pleafuring my Countrey with no finall benefit afore I
die, and thus I intend it.

Firft of all, I would have the whole World know
by this fall Work or Treatifé, that I have a mind
10 demonftrate the moft proficable and principal fe-
crets which I have treated of (partly openly or
plainly, and partly obfeurely or more darkly) in
thole four parts of the Profperity of Germany, and
that both to the high and low in my publick and

rivate  Laboratory, afore this year is run about.
To this end, I have already the chiefeft and moft
necelfary Ucenfils at hand, and when all the necef
fary provition is gotten together and made ready,
thofe faid drcanums which will be fo_exceedingly
profitable to the Countrey, fhall be vifibly demon-
ftrated to fuch as the chiefelt Magiftrates fhall make
choifc of, and to other honeft Citizens and Men of
the Countrey. And among(t thefe Arcana’s which
are of fuch great benefic, the three following ones
arc themoft principal, .

The ficft is, the making of good Salt-peter out of
contemprible, and every where obvious fubjedts.

The fecond is, how by the help of this Salc-peter,
afily and copioufly to extract the fugitive, and the
fist Gold and Silver and Copper out of the Minerd’s
or Oars, witha great deal of profit and mighty ad-
vantage, and that without any melting or fufion by
Fire.

The third is this, the truth and certainty of Al-
chymy fhall be fhown, and it fhall be proved, that
itis not any vain drcam, deceitfull Phantafie or Fal-
lacy,as the greatclt partand number of its haters and
Ignoramuss’s have hitherto flanderoufly reported; but
that ic is a moft true Axtifice, and of wondrous con-
fequence, by the help of which, (it making uf of
Fire and Salt,) all contemptible Minerals and Me-
tals, and which arc of no great gain, as Lead, L

. van, Tin,Bifmuth,Cobolt, Zink, Lap Calaminaris, Mar-

chafires, all other fugacious Minerals may be fo fixed
and ripened, as that much and true and conftant
Gold and Silver may be extracted out of them with
finall cofts, but abundance of profit.

Thefe three fecrets verily are in my judgment of
great moment and therefore are worthy for the
great ones, and Princes, and other Fathers of the
common Weal to be made partakers thereof by re-
vealing the fame unto them.

I have decmed it worth while, in a few words to
illufirate the incredible utility thencefrom arifing,
that any one that hath but any reafon may perceive

.
And firft, as concerning Salt-peter, the whole

ceflary ufes bue alfo to fuch as bring a grear deal of
profit. I forbear to fpeak of its moft great ufe and
exceeding ‘profit in making Gun-powder, which no
Kingdoms, no Common-wealths canwant to defend
their Countrey withall, and drive off their Ene-
mies.

Andif there were no need of it for this thing, yet
would it be of mighty moment, and bring in abun-
dance of profit by extratting Gold and Silver oy,
of the poorer Oars which will not bear the charges
of melting, and now there will never be fo much,
Gold and Silver, as that it will not be of any profic
to a Countrey.

Nay more, if there were no want of Gun-powder,
nor of Gold nor Silver, (which time when ’twill
come, and how it fhould come, for my part I can-
not fee) yer (having Peter) we cannot be in want
of Bread; and how grear foever the plenty is of
Wine, and Corn, and Fruits, yet there is never
wont to be too much. Corn and Seeds being ma-
cerated with Sale:peter afore they are fown, and the
Roots of Vines and Trees being moiftned with a
very little of its liquor, do not onely grow mors
plenteoufly, butalfo produce more plenty of Fruits,
and fuch as ripen far fooner, and are of a fweeter
Taft, than if. they were dungd with that ftinking
Beafts Dung liquor.  1f then, Salt-peter be a fubject
foexcellent, as that we can by no means want it,
and that it may o eafily be prepared out of Wood
and Stopes in plenty ; if above all other things it
makes.the Earth fruitfull, if it can extract plenty of
true Gold and Silver out of the contemptible Sand
and Flints, what can we defire more from it, unlefs
it be a found and healthfull Body, whereby we may
in fulnefs of health quietly and peaceably enjoy fuch
great benefits vouchfafed us by God? But now this
very. fame Salt being juftly called the wonder. of the
World can beftow upon us, this very health we
fpeak of. - :

1 do affirm that Alchymy it lf, or the Tranfinu: |
tation of the lefler, or meaner Metals into the grea-
ter or more noble, and into Gold and Silver, is nota

vain dreaming dotage, andan opinion void of reafon, *

but is the very truth it €lf, and confirmed by many

experiments ; the demonttration of which, I do; -
God willing, this Summer not rafhly but advifedly
fet about fhewing it by publick and evident experi-
ments, and its ufe for the good of the Country. -

Now then, forafmuch as the Countrey is every

where fufficiently ftored with Iron, Lead, Saltand
other mineral matters, and fuch like contemptible

fubjects, and yet notwithftanding there is not at pre-

fentany profic arifing thereby ; verily it cannot be;

no caufe to fear that there will ever be a want of
any matter for fuch an Operation.

Buc whar need I fpeak much of thefe unknown,
and fo very profoundly hidden fecrets of mature,
feeing I have openly enough taught already, in. the
fecond part of the Miraculum Mundi, by what means,
pure and natural Gold may be gotten out of every
Herb. This verything 1 publickly demonftrated in
my Laboratory above a year ago, in the prefence of
imoft learned Men, Profeflors, Doctours of Phyfick,
and other Men both noble and ignoble, as their
Teftimonies, whichare [under] hand affirm.

But there's no need of that, forafinuch as the
manner it ©If of the Operation is publifhed in
Print, and manifefted to every one, and there can
hardly pafs over one years fpace, but that even a
thoufand Men or more may imitdte the Operation
and fearch inte che truch it £ of the bufirefs.

But that the well minded Reader may have a, lie-
tle more light, and may himlf fee what foundations
the work 1 have undertaken is buile upon, 1 have
judged it altogether neceffary in a few words to fet
afore your Eyes, what Alchymy it felfis, and whe-
ther or no it hasany foundation in Nature and Art.
For if fo be any ingenious Man gives an Herb, an
Animal, or a Man any name, certainly he does it
not rafhly and without any ground, but well knows
and underftands for what caufe he ihtitlesany thing
by fuch or ficha name, and itis chiefly done on this
account that by fuch affumed names the na-
ture of the Herb, Animal, or Man,and its properties
might be known. A few Examples will illuftrace it
the more.

What reafon have the Phyficiansand Philofophers
of old to call the Herb St. Fobfwort, perforasa?
Becaufe its leaves are full of fmall holes, and it isfo
figned by nature, to fhew, that it has eminent vir-
tues (and peculiarly appointed] to take away and
cure external and internal ftabs and wounds of the
Body, and this is confirmed by experience. Why
are fome Herbs called Saxifragers 2 becaufe their na-

tureis, to cleave affunder and break through great
heaps of Stones in their growing up, and to pene-
trate through old Walls, by the growth of theirhard
roots. Their Seeds likewifé are like unto thefmalleft
Sand and after a fort ftonyith and do break the ftony
mateer in the Reins and Bladder of Man’s Body and
bring it forth. So a Serpent hath its denomination
from creeping, becaufe it wants Feer, and creeps
and crawls along on the Earth.

A Shoemaker hath his title from his making and
fewing of Shoes. A Black-finith is not wont to be
cailed a Gold-fmith, becaufe he works not on Gold
bucon Iron, and he hath his denomination from I-
ron, which heis occupied about. :

“The fame is to be underftood of the word Alchy-
my, which denoteth no other thing fave a Fufion
and liquefaction of Salt, and fo it teacheth us, what
caufe it was for, that the Ancients called the Tranf-
murationof Merals Alchymy ; wiz. becaufe of the
fuiing or melting of Salt, wichout which, no parti-

The name therefore doth openly point out the
matter tranfinuting the bafer Metals into the more
noble, wiz. Salt, which being asan univerfal Agent
does not onely maturate and bring to due perfeltion
the Metals generated in the Bowels of the Earth by
a natural Operation, but italfo does the fame out of
the Earth by the Operation of Art, Salt alone, and
Fire alone are fufficient for the maturation ard tranf:
mutation of the unripe Metals. For Salt (as being
the Agent) is driven or forced as ‘twere by the Fire
to difplay its virtues upon the Metals and by exer.
fingits power, to render them beteer and more no-
ble, as Paracelfus openly witnelleth in his Caelym Phi-
lofophorum, faying, that the Corporal mixtion of me-
tals though commixt a long time and kept fo in Fufi-
on, isneither wont to give, (nor indeed can contri
bure fo much as pught to their Tranfimutation. But
if fo be the metals are to be perfected by any amend-
ing, they are to be conjoyned in a fpiritual commixti-
on, and o they come to their hoped-for amendment;
and thisis very agreeable to the truch, and evidendy
fignifies, that without a faline agent and fire, there
is no way of attaining to a particular tranfinutation
and bertering in the metals.  Elias the Prophe,
whofe game inverted yieldsthe word Salice {or Salts
didnot work his moft great miracles afore he cane
into Zarpath, or Sarepta, that is, into the melting
Houfe [or fufing Work-fhop] where he filled th
poor Widows Oil Veflels, that fo fhe mighe have
wherewith to liveina time of fcarcity.  For as long
as the terreftrial Salts do lie hid in barren and fie-
ney Mountains, in which there grows nothing but
Funiper Bufhes, and are [there] nourithed by the
Stars, they cannot fhew forth their wonders, but
they are wont then to difclofe them when they come
into t!]e melting Houfes. Even fo is it wich Sel,
when it comes into the melting Shop, it doth effect fo
much as not onely tofill the Oil Barrels but the Cel-
lars and Barns too, and that plentifully, but efpevisl-
ly when the due [or fuitable] Salts Elias and Elfs
do come together, and Elias is carried in  his fiery
Chariot into Heaven, and fundred from Elifaand
doth end down a double portion of his Spiric upon
Elifa his Comparion; by which, Elifa being
firengthned and acquiring more ftrength than it had
afore, is made fic for greater and more powerful
Operations.

But_ amongft thofe moft great miracles, this was
an eminent one, that after the departure of Efifzthe
Prophet out of this life, there was another dead
Man thrown into his Sepulchre who by the touch of
his Bones was reftored to life.

Therefore, like as this miracle did fupernaturally
happen by the divine power : Even fo [doth it coms
to paf] naturally, by the virtues of our Sal Mira-
bilis corroborated with a double Spirit, which doth
not onely reftore a dead [body] and Wood turned
by the Fire into Charcoal, when it is caft into the
Sepulchre, that is into the Earthen Pot or Crucible
to the white Bones of our Sal Mirabilis, and bring it
(in the fpace of one quarter of an hour) unto its fur-

mer viridity and life, and with this very green Li-
quor of the Wood may other half dead Trees, a5 -z{l
0
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fo other things be reftored to viridity, and increafe,
and their former fertility, more than by any thing
¢lfe: But alfo, even various dead infetts, ifthey be
ut to out Sal Mirabilss can recoverlife again. And
although that this may feem a new unheard of, and
incredible thing, yea a meer Paradox to any one,
yet isit as true as truth it 1f;the true way of which
Operation 1 will (God willing) defcribe and fhew
dlearly in the firft Century of my general Appen-

dix.

But alchough that thefe wonderfull Operations of
my Sa Mirabilis may feem fuch, as to be never ca-
pable of being effected yet, to all fuch as know its
Compofition, 'tis a, thing very eafily accomplifhed.
Nor canit be but that the divine wonders fhould be
ftill more and more laid open by the help of my Sal.
Mirabilis, and be exceedingly fown abroad, and
made known to fuch as are ignorant. Which being
done, the World will conceive a far other guefs
Opinion of Alchymy, and judge otherwifé thereof
than hitherto it has done.

Bue thar fuch as are admirers of the divine and fla-
wura) wonders, may clearly fee how largean extent
thofer things L have hitherto difcovered, are of, I
cannot omit the adding of the folar Work or Sma-
ragdine Table of Hermes, the Father of all the Phi-
lofophers, the which being in my judgment accom-
modated to this difcourfe of mine 1 will illuftrate.

But to fumm up all I will fay, I have here briefly
declared, that if a Spirit be elevated or fublimed
from a true Salt by the help of a firong Fire, or be
drawn from out ofits Body, and be again returned
tthe fame own fixed Body left behind and be refto-

They are two; and three, and one, and if
thou art ignorant of this, thou will be fruftrated and
deprived of theeffect of the Art.

Adam is placed in a Bath, in which Venns finds
her like, now this Bath. was prepared by that old
Dragon, when he had loft his ftrength and power.
But now this is nothing elfe (faith a Philofopher)
but a duplicate Mercury. In chis is its name hidden,
whichisto be fought. after with all diligence and
contipual labour. .

The Event proves the Actions.

IT feemed unto me very expedient to fet down here
in this place, thefe few, but exceeding weighty
words of Hermes and Brother Bajil, becaufe they do
fo notably fquare with this Work of mine which I
have here defcribed. ~ And therefore I dohere again
affirm what I have often faid, viz. That he who
knows Salts well, but efpecially Niter and Vitriol,
and knows how to conjoyn them, is well skilled in
Medicine and Alchymy, and fufficiently enough
ur_lder!fands that the Smaragdine Table of Hermes is
Vitriol, an excellent Smaragd or Emrald, and that
Niter is_(according as Paracelfns and Bafil Valentine
have at large deferibed) the” Kingly Infant of the
Sun, with whofe defcriptions we at prefent content
our felves. 1 willmake a more prolix mention of the
fame in my Centuries, thofé things that I have ad-
joyned here I could not, for certain reafons let flip
and pafs by.

Now by thefe few words it is manifeft, what vic-
wues Sales are endowed  wichall, and what miracu-
lous cffeéts they fhew, when they arc caft intothe
melting Fire, wiz. Such Salts as are corroborated
with a double Spiric poured down from above.
Thefe Salts (I fay) are wone not onely to fill the
poor Widows Oil Veflels, bue even the Cellars and
Barnswith Wine and Corn.

Bur I would not that any fhould interpret it a-
mifs, in that I make fome kind of Comparifon ‘twixt
the wonderfull virtugs of Salts, and the miracles of
the Holy Prophets : For verily the thing it felf ad-
mics it, and by fuch Comparifons, the natural light
is greatly ftrengthned, which thing we fhall fpeak
more at large of clfewhere.

Whofoever he be that well knows the nature and

properties of Salts, and is fomething skilled in the
management of the Fire, he will hereby eafily learn
thus much, as eafily to perceive that there s fucha
thing, asa profitable tranfimution of the more vile
Metals into the more noble ones. )

But there are requifite to this Operation manual
Arts, peculiar Furnaces, and fingular Commixtions
of Metals, the knowledge of allwhich, he muft have
that defires beneficially to employ himfelf in thefe O-
perations. The whole Operation with all the ap-
purtenances requifite, and all the things thereto ap-
peitaining, fhall (if God pleate) be expofed to_be
feen in my Laboratory this Surmer. As my Wri-
tings lately publifhed, and the Labours performed
in my Laboratory the laft year,do fufficiently enough
teftifie thar I have both publickly and privately de-
monftrated and manifefted the ‘truth of the chiefeft
fecrets which I have mentioned inmy Writings. And
as for what remained of being done the laft year,
this prefent Book promiteth the demonttration of,
this Summer. What Writer alive, did ever endea-
vour the demonftration of the truch of his Writings

by moft evident experiments? None at all fave Glauber.
There=
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Therefore 1 doubt not but that fcing this little
Book offers the Countrey fuch great benefits and
Commodity, there will not onely be fome of the
Vulgar fort, but alfo many of the Noble ones [or
Magiftrates] be found, to whom the reading of the
fame will not be a tedious thing.

And now [ return again to fpeak of Alchymy,
openly difclofing my Opinion concerning ity and
fimly averring, that Salts onely have power to
wath, maturate, and perfect the unripe Metals.

But fome or other may here fay, if Alchymy be
the fufing of Salt, by what means can it “poffibly
ever be, that Gold ‘and Silver fhould be gotten out
of Salt by melting ? If there were Gold init, cannot
itbe gotten forth eafier than by melting in the Fire?
1 anfwer, you arc not foto underftand it, as if huge
heaps of Gold could begotten by a bare fufing and
melting of Sale. No! no fuch matter. But when
the Metals have Salts adjoyned to them in a due
manner, and fo undergo a melting Fire, they do
(in that fufing) difplay their virtues upon the Me-
tals, and do fo bri g them toa maturity asfo yield
forth Gold and Silver, For Salts are the univerfal
ripening Agents, bothin the dry and in the moift
way, as is clearly evident from the third and fourch
part of the Profperity of Germany, fo that there
needs nomore to be fpoken as to this.

But yet, that thefe things may not feem new, or
altogether abfurd, 1 fay, that in all Salts there lies
hidden fpiritual Gold, but yet it cannot be extradted
from them without the addition of the Metals. For
all the things that are, are generated, encreafed,
and faftained by the Sun,(and amongft thefe may be
reckoned up the fmalleft Vegerable) do contain the
fugacious beams of the Sun hidden in them, which
faid beams may by the benefic of Art be made cor-
poreal and fixe. - This I taught and demonftrated
more prolixly in thefecond part of my Miraculum Mun-
di. 1 will teach the fame in the firft Cencury of my
general Appendix, which faid Appendix fhall illuf
trate all my Writings with more clear notes ; and I
will evidently fhow the way, by which true and
natural Gold is to be gotten (by” the benefit of a
certain precipitating matter, out of Sea Salt, both
by the dry and by the moift way. This Operation
brings not any confiderable profit, but doth in very
truth fhow the pofibility of the thing, But he who
knows the way of conjoyning true and due [or pro-
per] Merals with legitimate [or fuicable) Salts, and
of handling them in a due and true way of Fufion,
will get Gold and Silver out of all the imperfect Me-
tals, and that with no_fmall profic ; and this fhall be
demonftrated in my Laboratory thisprefent Summer
by God's help.

And for the more evident proof hercof, it feems
worth while to adjoyn a Story out of the Journal of
William Litgou of England, [rather Scotland] who
Journying through Iraly, teftifies that hefaw in Tra-
pundia, a City in Sicilia, mach Gold excocted or
drawn out of Sea Salt; whichching, feeing ic agrees
with my Opinion, and confirms what I fay, L will
add the words of the Authour himfelf as they are in
Latin,

« The fourth City of Sicily, is Trapundia, {cituate
« in the Weft-fide, and oppolite to the City Bifersa,
« (ated cn the Barbarian Coaft of Africa, which
« yields pure Gold, which is exported by the Mer-
« Chants into Italy, Venice, Dalmatia, and Greece.
« Itis excocted in fome Artificially made Salt-pits

by the more vehement beams of the Sun, which
¢ Pits are filled and emptied every month. Now
the'Salt here on the Sea-thore, has a colour like
« the redncfs of a Ruby, or Corral: The City is al-
moft the one halfof it imployed about working
thereupon. The Gold it felf being purged is dif:
¢« tributed throughout the whole Chriftian Warld,

Thefe are the words of the faid Authour, T know
nothing of the certainty of the thing it felf, he that
is defirous to find out the truch of this Relation may
eafily doit. As for my felf, I cafily credit chis Re.
lation, becaufe of the Mount e4tna which always
is burning in that Ifland, and becaufe of the Sulphur
too, which all the Land of Sicily abounds withall.
And verily it feems a thing altogether likely, thac
when the Inhabitants of this Ifland upon the Sea-

thore, make Salt of the Sea Water tor their necefla-
ry ufe, by digging Pits in the Earth after the man.
nerof all thofe hot Countries, and letting in the Sea

ting Furnaceinto Gold. - 1fnow the moft hot beams
of the Sun, and Salt Water can change commion
carthly Sulphur into Gold, why may not the fame
be done alfo by the benefit of Fire, Salt, and Art.

That all Gold is at firft naturally generated ofa
pure Sulphur in the Harth, no body willindeed de-
ny. That any Sulphur may by the help of Fire
and Salt be fixed and changed into natural Gold,
daily cxperience witneflech, not onely in my own
Laboratory, but in my Difciples Laboratories too,
the which, vifibly demonftrates, and even by ma-
nual Operation confirms the truth of thufe things
which I have mentioned in the fecond part of my
Miraculum Mund;, hereabouts.

"That which is mentioned in the old Hymn of the
Ancient Church-Fathers, wiz. who made Gold of
Rods or Twigs, and Gems of Stones, feems to the ig:
norant altogetheras Paradoxal, new,and incredible :
and from which ’tis gathered that St. Fob the E-
vangelift made Gold of Sticks of Wood, and Gems
of common Stones: I canina few words demon-

ftrate that both are true.

TAKE of Lead or a Leaden Vein two (Farts,
1 and of common Salt one parc. The Lead Oar
is to be ground in a Mill, and foare they to be
commixt, and by little and little thrown with a Sho-
vel upon the Coals in the Furnace, ferving to make
Afhes, and which has Pipes or Chimnyes fitred
thereunto to receive the fume and the afcending
Flores. That molten part of Metal and Salt which
falls through the Grate is to be again taken up with
your Shovel, and caft in upon the Coals untill che
whole Metal, or all thar metallick Vein fhall be tur-
ned into Afhes. Then farther, all the burnt matter,
isto be freed by divers wafhings from all the defile-
ments, and the remaining Afhes of the Metal or
Menallick Vein, is to be reduced into a Metalin a
Furnace which the Germans call Stichofen. Thefe
incinerationsand reductions are to befo often and fo
long repeated, untill you find (by making trial with
fome licele piece) that your Lead is now firted to be
handled or wrought on in the Hearths or Furnaces
by the Fire of Separation. For then in the Hearths

Silver, which by the Fire and Salt are therein matu-
rated.

N. B. But you are here to obferve that the lea-
den Oars can indeed be commixed with the Salt,
and fo thrown in upon the Coals : But now Lead ad-
mits not of being fo deale withall, for it isnor mixa-
ble with the Salt, and therefore it requires that the
Salt be ficft caftin upon the Coals, and then muft it
be thrown in afterwardsat top of it.  And this way
is to be obferved and fo often repeated and fo long,
always throwing in, firft the Salc then the Lead, till
the Lead being turned into afhes, hath wholly loft its
metallick Fufion. The faid afhes are to be wafh
with Water and reduced in the Furnace, on fuch
wife as we fpake of but now.

N, 8. Other lefler Metals may be added tothe
Lead orto the leaden Vein or Oar, and fo be redu-
ced into Afhes together, as Tin, Iron or Copper.
But yet thefe leaden Oars are more advantageous
and profitable if they are taken alone, as being more
fit for this kind of labour, fecing they have already
in them Iron and Copper, and yield not_any go
and vendible Lead, by reafon of their wild nature,
and fo there’s no need of burning up Copper and
Tin which are already vendible. §

N. B, Whileft
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N. B. Whileft this Incineration is done, many
Méallick Flores does aftend up into the Receptacles
appointed for the fume togo up in, and which are
adjoyned to the Furnace, which (if need be). ‘may
be taken out, and by wathings be freed from the
Salt which afcended together with them, and by
Reduction be reftored or reduced to their former bo-
dy : and will yield Lead which_contains in it Silver,
and is to be converted into Litharge like other
Lcad, that the Silver may be feparated therefrom.

This likewife is heedfulgy to be obferved in the
other Minera's orQars tutned into Afhes, that afore
their Reduction, they be thoroughly wafht from all
the Salt, and the lighe filths or defilements are to be
well feparated from the metalline body ; for if this
be neglected, the Salt being forced with the firong
blaft of the Bellows would carry off the Metal to-
gether with it f1f, and the Athes of the Coals would
hinder the Fufion of the Meral it flf, and reduce
the fame into Scoria’s,

Asconcerning the Reduction it felf, chis is well
¢o be regarded, that the Fire muft be kindled in the
Furnace at leaft two hours afore the Afhes of the
Qars that are to be reduced, are to be putin, that
fo the Furnace may be thoroughly bright-hot with-
in; for if it be notthrough fiery-hot,the Caftin Mine-
7a's mele not, and being not molten they lie in the
Fire, and hinder the blaft of the Bellows, and fpoil
the Operation it felf.

Thefe labours therefore require a skilfull Artificer,
amd one verfed in fuch Operations, for they are not
fo very Facile as they feem to many, to appear to

be.

Then farther, this is likewife to be noted, -that if
the Minera’s or Oars that you take to this Operati-
on arc full of Sulphur, and that thac Sulphur is not
wholly taken away by torrifying [orcalcining them]
it will by its fiercenefs reduce in- the melting the bo-
dy of the good Metal into Scoria’s, and inftead of
Metal prefent you with Drofs. And this is that In-
cineration and Reduction which I bave fhowed in
my Laboratory, both to Friends and Enemies ; But
yet Ihave (fince that time) found out a far eafier
way of doing this labour, by the help of which, one
Man will do more in one day, than he could other-
wifein eight days. But becaufe this way is riot as
yet made common, it feems not convenient in my
Opinion to divulge it here ; for as much as1 have
determined with my flf in this prefenc Appendix to
difclofe onely thofe things which I expofef to befeen
in my Laboratory by others.

By what means Gold, Silver, yea and Copper to0, may
with greas profit be extracted out of the  poor Metal-
lick Veins by the moift way, and " which cantos quis
the cofts of doing it by Fire.

Flrﬁ of all, the metallick Earths are to be made
red hot, and to be quenched in cold Water, that
fo being made brittle they may be ground ina Mill.
1 Sulphur beadmixt in thiemcthettmuft they by afore-
oing fireing be freed from the fame, becaufe the
ulphur hinders the Aqua Fortis, from duely diffol-
ving thofeOars, Being now thus prepared, they are
to be put into the fronger Glaffes, or into Earthen
Cucurbits made of the beft Clay, and the following
Water is to be poured upon them, and is to cover
them over three fingers breadth.  The Cucurbit
being filled with thefe matters is to be fet in a Café

all the Water is to be drawn therefrom by Diftilla-
tion: which is not onely all of it again recovered; bue
withall doth get it felf an encreafe or augmentation
from the Salt-peter or the Salt, o thar there afcends
more Water by Diftillation than was poured on.

The (_)arg are to be taken out of the Cucurbit, (or
‘Cucurbits, if there were more Pots ufed) and being
taken forth you muft pour common Water thereup-
on to extract the remaining Salt thereout-of, in the
which Sale is found the Gold and the Silver that was
in the Oars.

N, B. I_his is to be obferved in this labour, that
all the Spirits are not to be drawn off from the Oars
even to the dry Salt ; and this not onely to fhun the
dammage that might happen by breaking the Glaffes;
butalfo for this reafon, wix. that there may be left
behind with the Salt a lietle Acrimony, becaufé of
fome Salts which eafily pafsinto Sale-peter when fome
Aqua Fortés is drawn off them. And albeit that 4-
qua Fortss will eafily turn the whole Body of Kitchin

alt into Salt-peter, yet norwithftanding 'mongt all
the Salts one Salt admits of a fpeedier, another of a
flow Tranfmutation, accordingas it ismore or lefs a-
kin iniits nature unto Salt-peter.

And therefore to prevent this errour, fome humi-
dity is to be left with the Oars. For when all the
Spirits are drawn off, and the Saltis turned into Salt~

eter, the Water would not be fharp enough ‘to

old up the Gold that is extratted, when the Solu-
tion is made, for the Water would diffolve barely
the Salt-peter, and leave the Gold remaining behind
with the Oar.
If this errour fhould chance to be committed, the
Salt-peteris to be extracted out of the Oars with the
Water, and more new Salt muft be poured on upon
the fame Oarstogether withthe Agua Regis thatwas
drawn off by Diflillation ; that fo this Aqua Regis
having been once abftracted may not afterwards
tranfmute all the Salt thereto added into Salt-peter.
For by how much theitner the Aqua Fortis isdrawn
off from the Salt, fo much theles is theSalt turned
by it into Sale-peter, and at length, it will come to
fucha pafas to remain juftas it was afore the abfirac-
tion [of the fo oft drawn off Spirit.] For this is the
nature of Agqua Fortss, wiz. to tranfmute half its
weight of Salt into Salt-peter at the firft time ; the fe-
cond time it tranfinutes but a fourth part ; the third
time muchle: and at length will traufiute nong
at all; but puts on the nature of Spirit of Salt :
which notwithftanding is moft fit to extratt Gold
and Copper withall out of the Oars in infinitum; if
Sale be thereto added, out of which, itis wont to
get it fIf a perpetual encreafe (and be) like other
Spirit of Salt.
Now then, to preventchisinconvenience, the Aqua
Fortis may be lefc off for altogether, and thofe Mi-
nerals and Metallick Earths may be extracted with
the Spirit of Salt onely, and Salt added thereunto :
onely obferving this thing in the Diftillation, viz.
that” fome of the humidity be left behind with thie
Oars whereby they may be the eafilier taken out of
the Glaffes.
Moreover this is to be likewife known, that Gold,
Silver, and Copper may be extracted out of their
Qars or Earths even without Aqua Fortis or Spirit of
Salt, if onely Salt or Salt-peter be but added. For
if fome Ol of Vitriol or of Sulphur be poured upon
the Water of Salt-peter, or that the Water of Saltbe
acuated therewithall, it becomes ftrong enough to ex-
tradt Gold, and after theextraction and diftilling the:

{or Pot] full of Sand, and prepared for this uft, and

Phlegm
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Phlegm off, there follows by diftilling a pleafant Spi-
ric of Salt, or from Sale-peter a good Aqua Fortis.
This labour therefore is more gainfull and lefs trou-
bleforne, than if qua Forsis or Spirit of Salt were
ufed thereunto.

There-are other eafier and more_compendious
ways of extracting Gold, Silver and Copper out of
their Earths, which, feeing they have not been as
yet fhown in my Laboratory, I fhall filently pafs
them by at prefent and that not without reafon.
Bue yet there is frequent mention made of the like
[Operations] in my firft Century, in which he who
Tas an carneft defire to know morc of thofé kind of
ways, may make enquiry.

The Preparation of [utable and proper Waters to extrall
Gold, Silver and Copper out of poor Oars.

TAKE of Salt peter one part, of common Aqua

Fortss two parts 3 thefe being joyned together,
extra& Silver and allo Copper.  But to extract Gold
out of its Oars or Minerals, there muft be taken on¢
part of common Salt, and four parts of Aqua Fortss.
One pound of Salt, and four of Aqua Forts, make
four pounds and} of Aqua Regia, the other half
pound of Salt ftays behind with the Metallick Veins
or Qars in the bottom of the Cucurbit, and contains
the Gold that was in them, and is to be extracted
with common Water.

The way of gesting out the Gold and Silver ois of the
awafli-cut Salts by precipitation, and of reducing them
to their peculiar bodies withont detviment or lofs.

IF it be Water of Salt-peter and hath Silver in it,
the Water of Salt being poured in, precipitates the
Silver to the bottom.  Bue if Water of Salt, and has
Gold in it, the Gold is precipitated by pouring on
a Lixiviem which hathin it a little liquour of Flints.
And now this Water it felf thus mixt by pouring

(other precipitating liquors onit) yields (by decoc-|

tion) moft excellent Salt-peter. And the Aqua For-
tis and Aqua Regis, which afcended by Diftillation,
are fit to make new extractions of Gold, Stlver, and
Copper. out of their Earths; and by iterated extrac-
tions (by the Salts and Waters thereto added) do
they geta perpetual encreafé, infomuch that inthefe
extractions of Gold, Silver, and Copper, there are
not required at all any other expences fave thofe
few, beftowed on firing. Tlherefore in the begin-
ning of this Work therc is not required ough elfc but
one onely pound of Aqua Fortis, becaufe in the pro-
-grefs of the Work i proceeds on to an infinite en-
creafe, yea,enough for the extraction of many thou-
fands of pounds.

(Hence s it that this Worl is an unhcard of Ope-
ration, and doth almoft exceed all belicf, and from
which there muftan immenfe gain of neceflicy ac-
crew, becaufe Gold, Silver, and Copper may by
this means beextracted out of their poor Merallick
Earths without cofts.

There remains yet one thing which is to be heed-
fully regarded in the precipitation of the Gold and
Silver. A common Lixivium cannot precipitate all
the Gold out of the Aqua Regss, and therefore I bad
you add to the Lixivium fome liquor of Flints, and
this will alfo appear in my firft Century.

Therefore it behoves every one, clearly to fee
whether ot ‘no he makes ufé of true and genuine Li-
quor of Flints in his Operation, that {0-he may not

not be, if the maf§ be fpread too broad, and fo ftop
up the paffages of the flame.

The heap being made as big as you are minded to

have it, the fire muft be put under, and fo long fed,
4ill all the wood is burne, and the balls themfelves
have been red-hot, a whole Rour at leaft : that the
Acrimony of the Salt may in fo great a heat be
changed by the Calx-vive, and get it feIf a milder
nature, and confequently be fo much the eafier tranf-
muted into Salt-peter.
N. B. The Salt that is on this wife tranfmuted,
is moft fit for dunging Lands, and to be ufed inftead
of the common beafts dung, as I have at large
taught long ago in many places of my Writings.

This is the preparation of turning Salt into Salt-
peter, which Artifice, if any be minded to work a-
bout, it is neceffary for him to order his Operation
this following way.

inftead of it, ufe a bare fimple Lixivium onely, and
fo commit a great errour, as it hath happened to
fome as I have been told.

But he that can’t make true and good liquor of
Flints, or elfe has it not at hand, may fubftitutein
its freed, common Spirit of Urine prepared in a Cop-
per ftill, which together with the faid liquor preci-
pitates all the Gold out of the Aqua Regis.

N. B. But this Gold thus precipitated by Spirit of
Urine, fulminates like Gun-powder, unlefs it be
burnc with commom Brimftone afore the Redugtion,
and that this fulminating faculty be taken away from
it, which inconvenience the liquour of Flints is not
wont to bring.

N. B. If there fhould be much Zink, Iron, or
Lapis Calaminaris in the - Oars of Gold or Silver, the
Agqua Fortis or Aqua Regsis would not all afcend by
the Diftillation, nor get increafe ; buc fome part
thereof would ftay with thofe Metallick Earths, and
with the Lapis Calaminaris, &rc. and by adhering
thereunto be concentrated : but yer there would not
be any lofs by that, for by the pouring on a Lixivi-
um of Wood-afhes, may it be turned into good Salt-
peter, of as much value as may eafily. recompence
the charges of the Aq. Fortis, or Aq. Regia.

Befides, you are likewife to obferve this, that if
there.fhould be Copper admixt in the Oars of the
Gold and Silver, the 4q. Fortis would cxtract the
Copper too, as well as the Silver.
. But now the neareft way of feparating thefe two
Metals from each other, is this, Let Spirit of Salt b
poured to the Aq. Forsis, and it will precipitate all
the Silver out of the Ag. Fortis, down to the bottom,
and the Copper will be left in the water ; which if
.you put fome Iron into, it will ftick to the Iron, and
by this means be gotten out of the water.

This water now, after the Metals are withdrawn
from it, is fit to mahke new Salt-peter with, and by
addition of Vitriol to yicld a new Aq. Fortis by diftil
lation,

Alkali Salts do in the Fufing bring the precipita-
ted Silver to its former body, which otherwife is very
fugacious. .

The Copper is turned into excellent Verdigreafe.
And fo the Oars of Copper, though never fo poor,
may be extracted, and that with no finall benefit:
Becaufe the Verdigreafé made of the bare Copperis
twice the price of the molten Copper it felf.

The manuer of making Salt-peter out of this prepared
Salr.

Ieft of all, this introverted Sale muft be expofed
to the open Air, and beams of the Sun ; bue yet
fo, as that _the heap may not be moiftned by the
Rain, and it muft lie inits heap the heighth of fome
three or four Feet ; the which heapis to be wetted
cither with Man’s pifs or Beafts ; or if there be not
enough of this to be had, then with bare water onely,
that fo the pellets or balls lying quietly for fome
days, may be diffolved and be mixed with the reft
of the matter.
Now when the warm Air hath confumed all the
humidity, and dried up the heap, the aforefaid moift-
ning is to be repeated ; which being again confu
med, and the heap dried, the labour of repeated
moiftnings and exficcations s to be fo long continued,
as long as neceflity requireth: For in long progrefs
of time is tho Salt-peter generated , which muft be
wathed out with water, and by decoction be redu-
ced into Stria’s or Cryftals.
This generation of Salt-peter proceeds indeed flow-
1y on, bur yet it brings a great profir. For if once
the Salt-peter be but generated: in fuch an heap of
Salt, and the reliques left after the wathing out of
the Peter be again put to the fame heap, there will
new Sale-peter be generated in procefs of time: fo
that new Salt-peter will every year offer it felf to be
wathe out of the heap : and this work may be con-
tinued withourt end.
But he that would have fome Salt-peter from this
inverted Salt in a fhorter tract of time, let him know,
that the Seed or Ferment of Salt-peter muft be added
unto the f2id heap, that fo this fame Seed may get
augmentation from the Salt, and encreaf¢ and grow,
like as an herb is wont to grow in a fat and faline
Farth. Forall things have their Seeds, and doe draw
their Encreafe out of other Salts. The Seed of Salt-
peter is volati'e, as is its acid Spirit: its Root is fixed
Niter; which being implanted in all tharp Salts, doth
beget Salt-peter in a moft plentifull manner, and fuch
as is very good, or even better than that which ari-
feth out of thofé acid Salts and Alcalies.
We doe not here fhow this propagation of fix
Salt-peter by acid Salts, becaufe it is defcribed in the
following Labour and Operation.
Therefore like as any Vegetable may be propaga-
ted and multiplied not onely by the help ofits Seed,
but even of its Root too ; Even juft fo is it with Salt-

The manner of making good Salt-peter in plenty, out of
Kitchin-Salt and Calx-vive.
Ake the Stones of Lime, which have been
thorowly changed or reduced into Powder by

the Air; four parts: of Kitchin Salt, or Common Salt,
one part, [by weight, and not by meafure]) whether
. pure ar impure (it matters not: ] and of this mixture
is a thickifh pafte to bemade by moiftning it with
Urine, or, in want of that, with Water ; which is to
be made up into a Pile with Wood, and fo may it be
made Stratum fuper ffratum , of what bignefs you
pleafe : and it may be done in a Furnace made for
that purpofe, or elfe in the open Field abroad in (th
Air. But you muft beware in the building up of this
Pile, that the mafs of Salt and Calx wive be not too
thick laid, and too much ; but it would be better to
make it up in balls or pellets, that fo they may be
well fired by the flame, which muft penetrate every-
where.through the pervious heap or pile: which caﬂ;
nol

by the means both of its Seed and of its Root, as o~
ther Herbs do€.

As concerning the Seed of Sale-peter, it is very ca-
fily preparable by thofe who deal in merallick fepa-
rations and extractions by the moift way. For if Gold
be feparated from Silver by Ag. Fortis ; or that Gold
and Silver be by it extracted out of their Oars, this
very operation hath already abundantly recompen-
ced’ the charges laid our thereon, and fo it offers it
felf without any cofts, and as it were Gratis.

And now, if I pour this water on, inftead of com-
mon Water, upon the inverted Salt; it does not one-
ly become good Salt-peter , but doth alfo yield (as
being the Seed of true Salt-peter ) an hundred fold
encreafe, after the manner of the Seed of all Vegeta-
bles,and doth the fame asthey do. And by howmuck
the more of this Nitrous Seed is fown in the Earth,
fo much the more Sale-peter, and fo much the fooner
too is generated. For when a Gardener doth fow
his Seed fparingly, he muft neceffarily have buc «
thin harveft : and (o on the contrary is it to be un-
derftood of a plentifull harveft. And if now there
fhould be any one that fhould upbraid the Gardener
with the flownef of his Seed, becaufe it produceth
not Buds, nor Stalks, nor Flowers, nor Fruits in a
few days fpace; would not he fay that he cannot
compell nature , for it referves to it felf its due time,
and its natural courfe ?

The very fame would T have you undetftand here
concerning Salt-peter : if haply my Enemies, thofe
moft ignorant Sheepsheads, would object againft me,
that feeing the Salt-peter doth not prefently, in a few
days, grow or fpring torth from its feed fown, there-
fore that-feed was not true nor good , or that it is al-
together impoffible that Salt-peter fhould be genera-
ted fo plenteoufly out of Common Salt: I anfwer
fuch, as.the Gardener dogs, *Tis neceffary to allow
Nature her own appointed time.

Buc that it may evidently appear, that this my
planting of Salt-peter, and that this augmentation
may be far more evidently demonftrated, than that
of any Vegetable feed ; the bufines may be- tried
for confirmation fake in a fimall Experiment, afore
you fet about a more laborious and prolix exercife,
and to prevent your fears of attempting it in
vain. .

Take the Salt prepared with the Calx-wive three
pound, and put each a-part in feverdl Earthen Vel
fels. ‘Take likewife of the Water of Salt-peter alrea-
dy ufed ( as being the Seed of Salt-peter) one ounce,
two ounces, and four cunces : with the one ounce
of that Ag. Forris commix as much Common water
as may ferve to moiften one pound of the aforefaid
inverted Sale: Then to the two ounces of the fame
Ag. Fortis, adjoyn likewife as much water as may
ferve to moiften the other pound of Salt witli: And
{o doe with the other four ounces, and therewithall
moiften the third pound : Set thofe three Pors, con-
taining the three feveral pounds of the faid prepared
Sale, at the heat of the Sun, but f; as that the Rain
may not come, and wath off all the Salt. Al the
moifture being confumed by the Solar heat, moiften
your matters in your pots with Rain water onely, fo
often, as the drying needs the watcring it. When
two or three months are over, take cut each pound

peter, for it admits of propagation and multiplication l

feparately by wafhing it out of the matters in each
pot, and you fhall find a vaft dilferenice, and fhall
fee that chat one pound of Salt which had thofé four

| ounces of Nitrous feed in it will be all tranfmuted

into Sale-peter, fave a few feces :

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which had two ounces of the faid Seed poured upon
it, will contain a lefler portion of Salt-peter; and
the other which had but one ounce onely will have
the leaft portion.  Moreover, if you pour thofe Salc-
waters you wafht out, and which are not yet turn-
ed into Salt-peter, upon the feces again, and fo dry
it as aforc, and beftow yet other three months on
thefe exficcations and moiftnings , 'and'rhen again
boil the Salt-peter out of the Salt, it will be much
encreafed and bettered ; and fo you will have fo
much the greater encreafe of Salt, by how much the
longer you fhall have pmﬁ:culed this Labour. Such
Experiments do¢ demontftrate, that by how much the
more Seed there is fewn in a fat and falt Earth, fo
much the more plentifull encreafe of the Seed is to
expedted.

beBulr) thofe deriding mockers and perfecutors of Art
and Truch may here object and fay, that the Salt-
peter arifeth from the Sale-peter water onely that
was put thereunto, and not from the Salt it felf?
But [ anfwer, That that ufed Agq. Fortus is indeed the
Seed of Salt-peter, but can never recover the Nature
of Sale peter without the help of fome fix body : Like
as the Seed of an herb cannot become an herb, un-
lefs it be caft into a moift and fale Earth, from thence
doth it get its body, and fo is encreated.

Verily I willingly confefs, that the Spirit of Nitre
may be reduced to the former nature of Sa_lr peter,
by afluming it felf a body out of all the fix Salts.
Bue yer, as far as I have hitherto known, by my
manifold inquiries and inveltigations a long time, I
could not find any other Salt ( fave the following)
by the help of which, thofe Waters ufed about me-
talline Wafhings, may be fooner and better tranfinu-

ted into Sale-peter, like as this, and the following

Salts doe : And therefore I doe commend it;as of the
belt rank for the making of Salt-peter. The man-
ner of preparing good falt Nitre out of the extratted
Oars is already revealed in the firft Century, and
therefore needs no fuperfluous repetition here.

Another Preparation of Salt for the making of Salt-
peter.

Ake Common Salt one part, and of a fulphure-
T ous Oar , whch the Germans call Schewelkies,
two or three parts, if they contain lefs Sulphur :
Butif they have Vitriol in them too, then muft you
take equal parts of both. Grind the fulphureous Mi-
neral in a Mill, mix it with the Salt, and heat it red-
hot by well torrifying or calcining them for two
hours (in Furnaces ferving for fuch a work,) either
upon a Grate, or clfewithout a Grate, upon Hearths;
that fo, during this Candefaction, the Sulphur may
have ingrefs into the Salt, and may alter ic. This
Salt being wafhe out of the fulphureous Minera with
water, and boiled till a skin gathers at top of the
water, it fhoots into long Stria’s or Cryftals, like
Salt-pecter, and tafts like it, but falls into Powder
in a warmith Air. If it be burnt and prepared by
putting Cals-vive thereto, after the way afore going,
it is convertible into good Salt-peter, but fooner and
in a fhorter time. 1f the Minera’s you ufe have
Copper in them , or any other Metal, yet never-
thelefs may they be gotten out thence by fufion, for
there will be nothing loft in this operation but the
Sulphur; and this muft have been driven away by
burning it, however, if you would have any of the
Metal out of the Minera,

N. B. ‘The Caput mortusm out of which the Spi.
rit of Salt by the addition of the Vitriol is extradeq
yieids fucha like Salt, and very fi to make Sylr.
peter withall. There are alfo feveral other ways
which yield no fimall plency of fuch Salts, and I‘I‘ﬂ;
in a manner without any cofts, <fpecially if the help
of Stone:-coals be thereto ufed. Befides too ; this you
are to be advifed of, thar (fecing the Salt is to be
burne with the Calx-vive ) one Calx is better than
another, for fome Lime ftones are more ape for the
making of Salt-peter, but primarily thofe, which
when you touch your tongue with, doe yicld a fier
taft ; with which fort, the Lime made of Sea-fhells
doth not compare as to goodnefs,

By what means the Root of Salt-peter is to be implanted
in acid Salts, [0 as to be thereby augmented, hike o
the Root of a I'egetable, being tranfplamed, gets an in.
creafe from the (altnefs of the Larth, ’

Ven as we have demonfirated in the foregoing
difcourfe, that the acid Spirit of Nitre is the feed
of Salt-peter, and doth encreafe it felf our of Alkals
Sales like as an Herb doth out of the Earth: Even (o
by the fame reafon, fix Salt-peter, which is the root
of Salt-peter, admits of tranfplantation, yet not by
fixed Salts, like as the fharp Spiric does, bue by tharp
Salts, whereto it is to be united by implantation :
For, two Acidities, and two Alkalies, cannot pro-
duce any new Effence, but two Contraries doe al-
ways produce a third. The acid Salt, which is of
the meaneft acidity, and which doth eafilieft admic
of being tranfmuted into Salt-peter, is the common
Kitchin-Salt, which we taught the way but even now
of inverting by the Minera’s of Sulphur. And if thac
fach provifion cannot be had to prepare it by, the
very Kitchin-falt it feIf being taken both in the moift
and in the dry way, would perform the fame, as I
have already thown in other places of my Writings.
And as for the making of fix Nitre, you may meet
with the way of doing that too and agen in’ my o-
ther Writings, and efpecially in that place where [
have treated of the dry feparation of wafhing of Me-
tals, @iz, when fulphureous and Antimonial Metals
are wafhed by Nitre.

The way of preparing Spirit of Salt , meceflary for the
Extratting nprola’ and Copper out of their ({a{; ; ar
likewife of making good Salt-peter of the marser lefe
after the diftillation is finifhed.

MIX with two parts of Vitriol or Allum, one part
of Kitchin-falt, and throw in this mixture up-
on hot burning Coals, the Spirits of which are to be
taken in grear Leaden Cifterns inftead of Receivers.
This operation ( befides the falt Spirit it gives) yiclds
alfo fharp Flores. If any fhall provide himfelf with
double Leaden Cifterns, and fhall make the Outer
one to hold in it the lefler Ciftern, and fo fill this
outer one with cold water, he fhall obtain more plen-
ty of Spirits by reafon of this better refrigeration.
But fuch Cifterns requires a great deal of Lead ; for
verily even thofé three alone which I had in my La
boratory contained a thoufand and forty pounds of
fheet Lead.

There may be other kinds of Receivers applied to
this ufe, which, to reckon up, would be too tedious
in this Book.
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The matter remaining after the Diftillation may
be gmund in a Mill, and one part thereof mixt with
two parts of Calx-vive; and fo balls are to be made
thereof, and to be put upon wood and burnt, as we
fhewed afore, that fo they may be tranfinuted into
Salt-peter.

Bue befides all thef, there hath been a far better
and more compendious incineration, and bettering of
the leffer and more imperfett Merals fhown and de-
monftrated to my friends, in my Laboratory, which
requires not o many Circumftances and Labours, as
the foregoing more prolix operation, which is per-
formed by throwing Common Salt upon the Coals,
does: For it is to be done ina peculiar Furnace, and
with purer Salts; and being wrought about a grea-
ter work, yields very confiderable profit : fo that it
impregnates Silver and Lead with Gold, with twen-
ty four hours eafie labour, and renders them worth
the labour of feparation.

In like manner, Copper may by the help of fuch
Labours be very much amended, and gets no fmall
portion of Silver, if it be added : o thac with a lictle
fire and a very few expences, every fort of Copper,
though it has eadured the fire {tarce twenty four
hours, is wont to be fomuch bettered, as to fhew
in the Touchftone the marks of two, three, and fome-
times fix Lots, according as it has been diligently and
circumfpectly handled. ~Hence comes it to pafs, that
by vile and cvery-where obvious Subjects any Silver
and Lead may be maturated by lictle and lictle into
Gold, and fo may Copper it félf be ripened without
any detriment into good Silver, by a few repeated
Labours. Now thef¢ operations requiring but finall
cofts, and but a few labours to accomplith it, may
be exercifed without intermiffion, and bring vaft pro-
fir, Thefe inventions are fuch as never were as yet
thought on by any, and o never at any time faw the
Light. Buc now they that faw and learned, in my
laboratory, the great incineration, did not all of
them fee this Labour and Artifice, and apprehend its
U, but fuch of them onely that ftayed out conftant,
even to the end of the whole Demonttration in my
Laboratory. And as for fuch as too foon forfook
their Mafter and the School, they are (and indeed
very defervedly ) altogether ignorant of this operati-
on.” For fhould they have been mafters of this 4r-
camum 100, they would verily have detrimented me
more, whichGod of his mercy prevented, and here-
by provided, that all (my Arcana’s] thould not fall
altogether into mine Enemies hands. The Furnace
which [ ufed about the faid Incineration and Melio-
ration of Metals, is as yet in my Laboratory, and
will haply there remain all this #inter. But as for
ming own part, I have determined with my felf to
leave off Chymical Labours, communicating them
tothers, with whom this more compendious bet-
tering of the Metals will be yet longer to be feen.
‘Therefore all the whole Drove of my Enemies,
though never fo big, will not atall be able to opprefs
the truth, what mad attempts foever they make a-
gainft it. For although one or another of them hath
theevithly ftole from me my Secrets, yet prefently
the Divine goodnefs hath largely fupplied me with o-
thers. 1 have now laid a fure Foundation in Alchy-
my, and have kindled a Light for both Friends and
Enemies, which will very hardly be extinguifhe as
long as the World endures.

But now, that fome ittle knowledge may ‘be had

Silver, and of Luze into Gold ; I fay that it is to be
done in a twofnld manner. The firft is, when the
Merals are deftroyed cither with contmon, or el
with prepared and moift Chymical Fires, and ¢on:

no fmall quantity of matter too. Nay more, (and
which is of greater moment ) if any one thall in this

operation make ufe of fuch Salts as they call Gradua-

ting Salts, which are eafie to be got, and coft al-

moft nothing, he will get far greater profit, efpecially

if he fhall put Copper-plates to be burnt with the

Metals reduced by the faid Cementation into afhes,

which faid Plates, thofé Graduating Spirits will penes

trate wholly and chroughout, and in this penetration,

beteer them, and bring them unto a more noble de-

gree, fo as to give on the Teft, Silver impregnated

with Gold. Nor is it neccffary that thofe Copper-

plates be feparated by Lead in the fecret Pot, fo to

get the Gold and Silver madé in them, by the faid

operation, though they have already gotten a mean-

ly-white Colour. *Tis better and more profitable to

put them yet again in fome new Cementations, and

urge them more with the violence of the Fire, and

they will be enriched with a greater accefs of Gold

and Silver, then afterwards are they ‘to be feparated

by adding a due [quantity of ] Lead, which is [thus]

done, when the Lead containing the Gold and Sil-

ver, together with the Copper, are melced together

intoagreat Cake, thefé are to be put in the Furnace,

which the Germans call Seigerofen, that fo the Lead

melting may flow down, and in flowing or running

down may carry away with it all the Silver-and

Gold that was in the Copper. By this Artifice is the

Copper conferved, and is to be a-ncw made into

Plates, and to be ufed about new Labours, and be

again enriched with Gold and Silver by Cementa-
tion.

N. B. Therc isnot atall any need of any peculiat
Lead for this feparation of the Copper, forafmuch
as that Lead may be ufed thereabouts which is mol-
ten out of the Powders of the Cement, and already
containsinit Gold and Silver, which Metalsare con-
ferved by oneand the fame work in the labour of
Separation, and are already gotten by the Gradato-
ry Cements out of the Minerals, and the morc im-’
perfect Merals.

And this now is my more compendious Incinera-
tion and Cementation of the imperfe®t Metals, to
make them better- and more perfect. This Opera:
tion have I fhown tofome Friends in my Laboratory,
which will moreover be in many places esercifed
with profit. And now any one may eafily forcfee
and gue®s, what fhame mine Enemies, (who with
their Diabolical Clamours and Calumnies, fay my
Writings are unprofitable and all over full of Lyes,)
muftat length be confounded withall, and how bafe-
ly they have behaved themfelves.

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and that i great quantity too, by a Separatory Sul
phur, which is nothing elf but Oil of Sulphur or of
Vitriol, of which I bave very clearly treated in the
fecond part of the Miraculum Mundi.  Likewife how
Gold may in one quarter of an hours fpace be con-
verted by the Sal Mirabilis (in a Crucible) into its
fift matter 3 or, into a red, tranfparent, fulphure-
ous, and foluble Stone, which fuffers it felf to be dif-
folved by common Water intoa moft excellent Me-
dicine. “This golden Warter being poured to the
roots of Herbs, makes them to have a golden pro-
erty, as concerning this thing you may confult
my Treatifé of the naturc of Salts, and the fecond
pare of my Miraculum Mundi. )

Befides, I have fhown to fome of my Friends,
how in the extraction of Gold and Silver out of the
poor Oars a Gradatory and withall fixing Spirit may
be received, which is able by graduation to perfect
(or cxale) any Argent-vive into Gold and Silver,
accordinz. as the extraction hasbeen made either of
Gold or Silver Oars.

This fo greac a fecree hath as yet efcaped mine
enemics hands, and (o has that my fecretincineration
and cementation of Merals, of which they would
ikewite have been Mafters had they waited but yet
cwo or three days longer ; for I prefently fhowed
fuch Operations to thofc chat ftayed, andunto other
honeft Spectators.

To thefemay be alfo added that notable Arcanum
of bringing Lead in one quarter of an hours fpace to
fuch a pais, by means ofa graduating Fulmen, with-
out almoft any cofts, as to be fo impregnated with
Gold as to be worth the fepararing.

Thefe and fuch like Arcana’s with many moft pro-
firable difcourfes have been feen and heard in my
Laboratory, a tedious and needlefs Reperition of
which I willingly omit.

Finally, tomention fomewhat by way of addition,
‘tis neceffary that I fay onely thus much, thathappi-
ly in fome” fhort time, the bufinefs will fo come a-
bour that many Men will not for the time to come
take on them fuch a deal of care about the laborious,
coftly, and uncertain ordering of Mine pits, but will
sather lav hold on and manage (and that with grea-
ter profic) fuch as can be had and gotten better on
the outfide of the Earth, Bue efpecialy there will
not be & few who will fet abour thefe Cementations
ofmine for gains fake, for they have many times
many lying idle by them, and which yields them no
profit, which by this aflifting way they will aug-
ment, and without doube it will be ettected too by
many.

Verily Icannotat all fée (as faras I know) whe-
ther thére can be found any honefter and certainer
way of fuftaining Life in the whole World, than
thistrue melioration of Metals,which brings with it fo
great a benefit. For even Merchandife it felf though
it be fo very gainfull, yer doth it flick amid Sins,
as firmly asa Nail does in a Wall.

The Services of Lords and great Men are labori-
ousand full of fervitude, which many have experi-
enced. And as for War, that fhatcheth away a-
bundance of Men by an immature death.

Far better therefore isit to live quiecly with one’s
Family in fome poor Cottage, and tofeed on a picce

dren, than hath been hitherto done. Nor do T at
all doubt, but that many will take it very untoward-
ly, that Ihave fo manifcftly and fo perfpicucufly re-

it, that I am upon that account reprehended by o-
thers, us the following Letcer may wimnefs, the like
of which I could have hercadded more had [ olifted.

There is no Budy can fatisticall.  Even Fupirer is
not the fame (or alike acceprable) to all: One is
troubled with hear, anether is burthened with cold.
What things focver | have written; they are clear
and evident to fuch as are skilfull in the Art, and
have underftanding in the bufinefs, and therefore
they had rathor I had written more darkly. But thé
unskilfull andignorant do judge that I have plaid theé
Sophifterin Writing, becaufe they hic not the mark.

Burall their judgments and Cenfures mought bé
tolerated whatever they be that they pafs upon my
Writings, did they not by reafon of their ignorance,
contemn the good things themfelves, and fay of fuch
things as are moft true, that they are Fallacies and
Lies: butthis needsnotfeem ftrange toany forafmuch
as fuch wicked contemnings proceed from thofe: that
by reafon of ignorance and blockithnefs do no better
underftand the bufinefs. But this is plainly diaboli-

Many fuch like Letters as thefe, have been oft-
times fent me from learned and skilfull Men, ten-
ding to this end, to warn me not to publith fuch ex-
cellent fecrets for the ime to come.”

Here follow fome profitable Operations, and which
appertain to the Extraction of Metallick Earths;
they are indeed treated of, or publithed in the firft
Century; but becaufe of the omitting of fome words,
they are hard to be underftood : which, forafinuch
as they comprife the things that"primarily concern
the Extraction of Gold and Silver, it fecmed o me
a matter worth the while to infert the fame in this
Appendix, thewhich (as Ihope) will not be unac-
ceptable tothofe that fearch after fuch great Secrets.

31. By what means volatile Gold is to be campsm!fudlj
extratted by the moift way, ous of coloured Flints,
red Talk, Granates, Sand, Clay, and fuch-like Oars
or Minerals, and miade corporeal.

Irft of all, fuch Minerals are to be heated red-
hot in the Fire, and be quenched, then ground
with Mill-ftones, and are to be put in Stone-Pots, or
Waldenburg-Pots, or Colein-Pots, that in them they
may be moifined with pouring Agqus Regia chere:
upon. Thefé Pots you muft put Coals about, and
heat them well. The Mineras being together with
the Aqua Regia well heated, there muft be poured
thereupon fo much Common warm water, as % it
fuftice to wath off the .{oua Regia. Being on\ih"_s
ile

e
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wife moiftned, they arc to be pur into great Pots
made of good Potters Earth, having a many liccle
holes in the bottom, over which is fome Cap-paper
to be fpread, that nothing of the Oars fall out
through the holes, but the warter onely may difiill
down. After that all the firft water is run out, you

. muft pour on more hot water, and thefe pourings

onare to be fo often repeated, till the warer tafts
on more faltifh, for then it has carried off with it the
Agqua Regia that contained the Gold in i,

N. B. The Pots are to be fet upon a Bench or Dref:
fer that hath holes init, fo that the[ Waters] may pafs
through the bottoms by the holes, and Veflelsmay be
fer there-under.

N. B. The Minerals may alfo be put in Barrels,
having a double bottom, firch as thofe Barrels are in
which they ufe to wath out the Salt-peter with Com-
mon water out of the Earth.  And now after the
fame manner are the pourings on of Common water
to be fo long continued till there is no more fltith-
nefs perceived.

N. B. Albeit that there is no-more taft of filt-
nefs difcernable, yet neverthele fome of the Salt
doth as yet abide with them, [ wiz. with the Qars ]
and which is to be turned info Sale-peter, on this
wife following.

)
3. How good Salt-peter is to be made with profit even
out of thefe Oars.

MI X thefe Minera’s that are thus deprived of
. their Gold with an equal weight of Calx-
wive and Wood-afhes, then heap them up in a heap
under fome Shed or Pent-houfé, and moiften them
for half a year, or for an whole year by repeated
pourings on, of either Man’s pifs or Beafts, as often
as (after the drying up of the moifture ) need re-
quires. In want of Pifs you may ufe Common wa-
ter. By this means the Agua Regia, which was not
thoroughly wathe off with the warm water, and fo
remained behind in the Oars, will, by the affiftance
of Urine, or even of Rain-water, convert thé Salc
in the Calx-vive into good Salt-peter, which is to be
wafht off like other Salt-peters, and be reduced into
Stria’s or Cryftals, The remaining matter being
freed of the Salt peter by wahing it off, may be a-
gain put under the fame Shed or Roof, to keep off
the Rain, and be expofed to the Air and Solar heat,
and be moiftned with Urine, and it will in its feafon
again yield Salt-peter, and will even keep doing the
fame for many following years, if it be dealt with-
all on the like manner. And fo even the very Aqua
Foreis it felf, which remained behind in the Oars,
will bring its benefit. The reafon of this manner of
Salt-peter making is this, becaufe the Aqua Fortis, or
Spirit of Nitre, is as it were the feed of Salt-peter,and
is of thisnature, viz. when it is put among other Salts,
(like as when fome Vegerable feed is fown in the
Farth,) it augmentsit felf thereby, and is multiplied,
even as the Sceds of Herbs are wont to doe.  And
haply, hence came that old Proverb, of fowing Salr,
which the unskilfull and ignorant mock at, faying,
How can it be poffibly done, that Salt fhould be
fown and multiplied , feeing the Rain can diffolve it
and wath it away? Thefé foolifh ones did not know
cither what Salt was to be fown, or how. Evident
itis, that even this is the fentence and opinion of
the ancient Philofophers, that even Sale may be fown
and multiplied in the manner of Vegetables.

N. B. "Out of the extracted Oars or Minerals

being conjoyned with Cals wive and Wond alhes,
may Salt-peter be made, in a few days tpace, by
moiftning the matcers with pouring on, ¢ \
Common warer, and fo drying 1t up
then there will -not be fuch a quantitv, as when
more continued and more frequzne pourings on of
Urine have preceded. -
N. B. Itis likewife a thing poflible to e done,
to make good Sale-peter even in one days fpace, with
the Wacers ufed abour the I'du'coration [or wafhing
of the Oars ] if they be poured upon Calx

fo
long till all che noife [ or tifling ceafech 7 which js
made in the Solution.” And thus out of the fharp
warer of Sale-peter, and thie fix Sult in the Calxvize

is prefently generated Sale-peter, fhooting into long
and delicate Cryftals, aftcr that the fupe fluous moi-
fture fhall have been thence drawn oft in a Copper-
pan. The remaining Salt-peter -water muft be again
boiled in a Copper even to the appearance of’ a thin
skin, and then be fet in the cold to fhoot more Sal-
peter ; thefe Labours are you to go on withall uneill
all the Sale-peter be boil'd out.

I think now that I have written and delivered aff
things perfpicuoufly and clearly : He thut cannot
comprehend them,” muft even let them alone as an -
Afs muft the Harp. .

As concerning the fharp Watcrs which are ufed a-
bout the Extracting of Gold out of the Mincrals or
Oars, {o as the Gold may not be loft that is in them,
but be conferved, and that with profit, there are fe-
veral ways that offer themfeives, among(t which we
have thought good to produce thefe tollowing.

33 The ways of Reducing wolatile and fixt Gold unto
abody, out of the Edulcorating Waters ( fo called )
with which the Gold aforefaid bath been Extratted
out of the Oars 5 and " alfs of ufefully or profitably
improving the faid alveady ufed 1Vaters themfelves.

HE that defireth to cnter upon the beft way, may
pour into the Solution of the Gold, or into the
Water containing the diffulved Gold, a Solution of
Silver or Lead, and in fuch a quantity as he fhall
guefs the Gold s of, thar is diffolved in the Wacer,
As for Example.

Suppofé there be two or three Lots [ Lotones or
half Qunces ) of Gold in the water, there muft then
likewife be diffolved fo many Lots of Silver or Lead
in Aqua Fortis, or thereabouts ; which Solution is to
be (‘be it more or lefs) put to the fid water, and
to be well mixt by a ftrong fhaking it to and fro, rill
it becomes like Milk. When it fhall have feetled, it
muft be fhaken again,and thofe ftrong agitations muft
be feveral times repeated in an hours fpace. Then
all being well feteled, the clear water is to be poured
off, and the groffer matter is to be put in a Filter,
that o all the humidity may by diftillation [or filera-
tion] be removed from the diifolved Lune, or diffol
ved Lead, and the Metals themfelves may afterwards
by reduction be reduced into their priffine body, By
fuch an help as we will prefeatly teach

N. B. Ifthe Silver o the Lead thould not have
extracted all the Gold out of the Warer, or drawn ic
to themfelves, which may eafily happen, vet not-
withftanding there is not any lofs of the fame. For,
becauf the Agus Regia Leing debilirated by pouring
plenty of water thereupon is rendred unfit to ex-
tract any Oar anew, there may be poured into thac
edulcorating Water out of which the Gold is already

drawn by the Selution of Silver or §ead, a tharp [or

firong]
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jum made of Wood-athes and Cals-vrve, |
and rendred a lietle fharper by a lietle Liquor of |
Flints. For the Flints doe precipicate all the Gold out
of the Solutions. And now rhe dgua Regia being
Killd by the Lisiviens, leis fail every Metal that it
has in it, whether it be onely Gold, or Copper, or
Iron, in the form of a ycllow Powder: This Pow-
der is to be dried, and to be reduced atter that man-
ner which I told you but now, thac I would tcach.

The fame Gold may likewife be gorten out of the
Aqua Regra ((firft debilitated by Common water )
very commodioufly by a Solution of Mercury or
Quickfilver put thereinto ; The Mercury abides in
the Aqua Regia, ands the Gold falls to the bottom
like a tender fine Powder, which being wathe and
made corporeal by reduction will be 24 Carradls
finc. And as for gerting the Mercury out of the 4-
qua Regia, it is not to be beteer done than by pour-
ing thereinto a tharp Lixiviun, by which the Mer-
cury is confirained to fall down to the bottom like a
veliow Powder, which is profitable for fuch-like pre-
Cipitations. The Aqua Regia and the Lisivium rve
for to make Salt peter withall.

The Edulcorating-water out of which all the Me-
tals are already reduced or precipitated] being boil'd
in Coppers, till a skin appcer-at top, and then pour-
ed out into other Coppers or wooden Veiels, yield
exccllent Sale-peter, fit for the diftillation of qua
Fortis for a new Operation. He that is skilld in
matiaging this work, will get a6 much Sale-peter as
will pay thecofts of the Aqua Fortis ; infomuch, that
the Gold isextracted without any cofts. For five or fix
pound of .dqua Fartis, which holds in it two or three
pound of diflolved Salt,and is precipitated witha fharp
Lixivinm of Calx-vive yields about fome ten pounds
of Salt peter : and thiswill certainly antwer the price
of the Water or Agua Fortis 5 and fo you will have
Gold extracted cut of the Stones without expence
or charges.

34. Another and bester way of getting out the Gold that
is Extracted ut of the Oars, aut of vhe AquaFortis.

\/lAke, by Calcination, fome Atfhes, of one part
1 of Tin, and four parts of Lead, and put them
in an lron-pot, whereto pour the extracted Gold, or
the Aqua Fertis containing the Gold, boil it and con-
tinually ftic the Calx with an Ironrod, that fo all
the fharp Spirits may cleave to the Lead and Tin
athes, and the Phlcgm onely may exhale. After
that “the faid Calx of the Metals hath concen-
trated all the Spirits, and is become wholly dry, let
it be raken our, and be caft upon Coals in a fecret
Melting-pot or Crucible, in which operation the fire
torceth out all the Spirits into the Recipient, which
arc to be again made ufe of for new Extractions.
The volatile Gold, and which is mixt with Iron, ad-
heres to the Calx of the Metals, and is to be reduced
in the Furnace which the Germans call Stichofen ;
whereby the Lead impregnated with the Gold, and
exalted by it, is gotten, which by feparation yields
the Gold and Silver.

N. B. If that Lead fhould not contain Gold e-
nough as to be worth the while of feparating it on
the Cupel [or Teft] it is to be again commixt with
Tin, and_be reduced into Afhes , and by this Calx
arc new Extra@ions to be Concentrared, that {0 by
the fo many repeated Labours, the Lead is at length
made rich cnough, and yicids (by feparation) a good
pertion of Gold ¢hd Siiver.

If (in the feparating) the macter be turned Ly
the blaft of Bellows into Licharge, itis not needtuli
to melt fuch a deal of Lead on the Tefts, which
would require fo much fire. But however, it is a
thing feafable for the Gold to be gotten out of [or
by ] the Tefts withoue melting, which fhall be taughe
afterwards. .

35. How en Aqua Regia is eafily acquired for the
Extrailien of Stones.

FOrafmuch as Spirit of Salc may be hadin great
quantity, you nced onely diffolve feme Sale-
peter therein , and this Solution is to be ufed to ex-
tract the Minerals withall. For the Spirit of Sal:
being made ftronger by the Salt-peter, doth readilv
and willingly feize upon the tender Gold that isin
the Stenes. ~ And as for the Spiric of Salt, it may
be ufed as it comes over in the firft diftillation with-
out any rectification.

36, An eafier way of genting an Aqua Regia nje/i
for extradliom.

Becaufe that thefe Operations do always bring
forth Silver impregnated with Gold, and that
Agqua Fortis is requifitc to make the Separation of
them; the Solution of Silver may be ufed, and fo
the labour of the aforcfaid incineration be omitted,
Into the Aqua Regia wherewith you have extracted
the Gold, pour in a Solution of Silver, and it wil
fith out the greateft parr of the Gold outof the .
Reg. and is, [viz. the Ag.Reg.] to be afterwards
made ufe of to a new extraction, and be again divef:
ted of its extracted Gold by a Solution of Silver. In
want of a Solution of Silver. theextract isto be con-
centrated with the Afhes of Lead, and you muft pro-
ceed (by driving off the Spirit outof the Athes, and
by reducing the fame Afhesin a Furnace,) after the
fame manner as we taught you but now in our fore-
going directions. .

N.'B. You are here to note, that the 47 For.
which containeth in it the diffolved Silver, and is
poured into the A7. Reg.or nitrous Spirit of Salr,
dothadd an enereafe unto thefe fame Waters. For
the Aq. Fort. doth corroborate the Spirit of Salt far
better than Sale-peter doth.

37. How the Silver (wherewith the Gold has been fepr-
rated out of the Aq. Regia) is 10°be gatten [or reds
ced) o of its Calx.

After that the Solution of the Silver being poured
into the Agua Regia,hath extratted the greateft parc
of the Gold ; the Aqua Regia is to be poured off clear
from the Silver remaining in the bottom, and is o
be ufed about new Extrattions.

However, not regarding thefe [bafe dealings] and that 1 may mete them all things in full meafure,
1 bave a nnind yet farther to detect fome [ecrets, by which there may redound to the Country very no-
table fruits : And that not onely by converting the many Metallick Earths that contain in them Gold
and Silver, and which have not hitherto been profitable 1o any unto a gainfull and a Beneficial ufe 5
but alfo by defending the Country againft the moft dangerous invafion of the Turks, who are the Capin
tal Enemies of the whole Chriftian World, and that by fo firong and effcacious a defence, as never any
mortal man did yet contrive the like of.

As towhat belongs to Mineral Treafures, I bave exbibited a fufficiently clear and manifeft deferips
tion of them in the fecond, third, fourth and fifth Part of the Profperity of Germany, and alfo in
the Appendix to the fifth Part, and in the fecond Century. But yet there is wnothing fo perfelt and
abfolute but that in proce[s of time there may be added and adjoyned thereto fome new thing, and
Jomewhat of perfeclion : Witnefs my Inftrument which I mentioned in the fecond Century, by the help
of which, Gold, Silver and Copper are eafily and plentifully extracled out of their Metallick Earths,
and that on {uch wife, as that there are requifite no other Cofts but the bare Charges of the fire. And
farther, this way would briag no fiall profit even from thofe Metallick Earths which are ranked a-
mong [t the pooreft fort of Oars ; if it were well known, and exercifed in many places, there would flow
thencefrom moft mighty profit throughout all Germany, and the faid Inftrument would by its affiffance
wonderfully promote the fame:

For although I bave heretofore publifbe feveral ways of preparing fharp Waters, and of extrafling
the Metals with them out of the poor Minerals; (and yet even thefe ways bring no defpicable gain)
yet they perform wot that which is wont to be accomplifbed by the belp of the faid Inftrument. For this
Inftrument ferves not onely to extrait thofe fharp Waters in a greater quantity, but is alfo far fitter
and more convenient for the Extraition even of the Metals themfelves out of their Earths, and for
the feparation of the Diffolving Meofiruum from the Metals, than thofe Glafs Velfels are, which have
been commonly ufed about this Operation. .

Therefore it inuch concerns bim that employs himfelf about thefe kind of Operations, well and tho-
roughly to know its Ufe. I made indeed fome mention of the fame in my Second Century, but yet
not [0 clearly as for any one thoroughly to wyderfland its Tfe by what I there fpake.

Which when you fhall perceive, you muft openyour
Door and take out the Pors in order, and then put
in new, that fo the Diftillation may be continued on
without any delaying: But now, thofe Pots that
are to be put a new into the Inftrument, muft be fet
nigh the Lurnacea while, that they may grow hot:
for elfe being put in cold, they would not brook
the fudden heat, but chap and break. When
all the Spirits are_diftilled off, then you may putin
other new Pots in the room of them you took out,
and the Operation is to be o long and fo often re-
peated as need fhall require, or as any one has a
mind to do. The Salts that remain behind in the
Pots you take out, are to be moiftned and macera-
ted with fome Phlegm or weak Spirit, and they do
again, fometimes emit Spirits by Diftillation, but
yet not in fuch quantity asatfirft they did.

This is that way of preparing fharp Waters ufe-
full for the extractions of Copper and Gold. But as
for Aqua Foruss requifite for the extracting of Silver,
it cannot be prepared by this fame Inftrument, be-
caufe it will corrode the Wormor Leaden Pipe, if it
fhould pafs through it, which the Spirit of Salt and
Aqua Regis do not do.

N. B. When therefore you would make an 4.

[wiz.] the earthen Pots fupply the place of Glags
and Stone Cucurbits, and the Inftrument it &lfin
which the extraction is made, performs the office of
Sand : After the extraltion, the Water impregnared
with the extracted Metals is poured off, and the re-
maining matter it f€lf is wafht by pouring common
Water thereupon, after fuch a manner as hath been
prefCribed in the Appendix of the fifth part.

By What means the Metals extratted by the diffo
Water out of the Oars are to be feparated from 1
Jame [harp Water awithout any Detriment, nay rather
with an augmentation of the faid Water.

E have taught in the Appendix of the fifth
part, that if a Man-be not minded to preci-
pitate the Merals out of the Solution by the contra-
rics, wiz. by Alkalizate \Liquors, then there isno
commodioufer and nearer way than that which feps-
rates the diffolving Water from theextracted Metal,
by Diftillation in Glafs or earthen Veflels,

If now any one is minded to encreafe his diffolving
Water in this feparation he may be Mafter of his
defire by adding thereto common Salt, and drawing
off the Water from it, which faid Water will by this
means be encreafed and rendred fironger. And
now there will come no inconvenience to the Metuls
themfelves that are held up in thar Water, in that
fome Saltremains with them, (no,) for in the redu-
cing them, the faid Salt gets theman eafier and rea-
dier Fufion and Flux. )

But yer it isnot neceffary to leave the Salt with
the Metals, fecing it is better to feparate it trom the
Metals with common Water, and o ufe it again 0
the fame labours rather than let it kg loft in the mek-
ting.

Some other manual Operations which are needfull to be
known in the ufe of this lnjtrument and which may
be exercijed,

FIrﬂ ofall, it would be no fimall or mean Compen-
dium, [or good Contrivance] ifthis fame Inftru
ment were compofed of two or three parts, taking
for the lowermoft part a broad fron Pot, and fo to
fet on the upper part with its Door and Pipe thereto
annesed.  And becaufé the bottoms of the Iron Pots
do a litrle bow rounding, and that yet notwithftan-
ding the Pots you put therein may not ftnd leaning
or awry, the bottom is to be made level with calci
ned Allum, that fo the Pors put in upon that
may ftand upright. From hence likewife arifeththis
Commodity too, thatif your Pots fhould chance to
break, and the diffolvent run out, it would not be
fo loft but would lodge it lfin the burne Allum,
and may ealfily be recovered in the preparation of the
tharp Werers and be applied to ufe. o

Secondiy, the Inftrument may likewife be fo pre-
pared, as thet the Pots may be put thereinto by
taking off the upper part, and then the Pots being
pucin, the upper part muft be adjoyned again to
the nether part, and ({07 be again covered with its
Cover ; for being thus, there needs not the Door in
the fide to put the Pots in by.

N. B. Therc mult be fome Notch or Channel like
wift fitted to the top of that upper part, which be-
ing filled with Sand may receive in it the Cover, and
fo prevent the outlet of the Spirits char way, by
means of its tight fhutting ; as we have taughtin
the fecond part of the Furnaces. The Inftrument
prepared on this wife, will haply be more commodi-
ous to many Men, than if it had a Hole or Door in
the fide. Burevery Man may choof eicher this or
the other way, which he pleafeth.

Thus have [ now taught, and opened the ufe of
my morc fecree way of eafily preparing the fharp
Spiris of Salts in great quantity, and the manner of
dealing abouc the Lxrraction of Metals out of the

fon of fo daing. For to omit the faying, that thofe
cold Fires do give an excellent Magnet for Water or
Ice, they do alfo abound with fuch virtue as by
whgch they can ripen and better the Mertals ; the
which we will make a larger defeription of, in what
follows.

Befides too, there may haply be effected far grea-
| ter matters with thofe cold Fires, as to the defence

of the Cauntrey againft the Turk, that Capital and
Bloud-thirfty Tyrant and Enemy of the Chriftians,
in fome cafes than with Gun powder : if fuch moift
Fires be caft into places a prety diftance oft by fuita-
ble Infiruments, or be forced out of thoft leffer and
greater Guns and War-like Canes, they will bring
far greater Detriment to the Enemies than Gun- pow-
der is wane to do.

By this means, one weak Woman will in fome ca-
fes be able to repel many armed Men; buc this is a
thing which fuch Men as are unskilfull in natural
affairs, will deny till it be made manifeft, and ufed
againft the Zirk. Therefore I have a mind to for
afide all other bufinefles, and to make thofe kinds of
admirable Fires to the utmoft of my power in great
quantity, forafnuch as I well and affuredly know

It is alfo reported [or Chronicled] that the faid
Monk did not fearch after Gun-powder purpofely,
put being addicted to Chymiftry, and occupied a-
hout Operations upon Salt-peter and Sulphur, endea-
youred to diftill a Water from them.  Now thefe be-
ing mixe, and by chance taking fire, he perceived
them to break every thing, and rend it into pieces :
And hence came that man to know the unheard-of
Virtues of Saltpeter and Sulphur, which being fo
thoroughly contrary to each other, made fuch great
concuffions or fhakings. The fame thing hapned even
unto my flf, for purpofing to make fharp Waters
out of Sulphur, Salt-peter, and other Salts fic for my
purpofé ; I perceived in fuch Operations, that far
greater_things mought b broughe to pafs by fuch
firey Waters than could be done by Gun-powder.
Neverthelefs, I buried thefe Secrets in great filence,
nor manifefied 1 them to any man, though I knew
them above thefe twenty years ; fearing this, that
fhou'd they be known, they mighe be as Inftruments
in the hands of the Chriftians to torment one ano-
ther with.
Bur now fecing God hath vouchfafed to beftow a
peace upon the whole Chriftian World, and that the
Turks doc begin more and more to perfecute and vex
the Chriltians by their Tyrannical Perfecutions, and
endeavour even thoroughly to root them out, as they
hive already made a beginning in Hungary of their
dereltable atemprs, T advifed with my friends whe-
ther or no it would not Le expedient to detect and
lay open thole Sccrets to the Chriftians, that fo they
may be ufed againit the Zurks, and 1 was advifed by
thele my {riends to procced on in the revealing of
them. Upon thisaccount (all other bufinefles laid a-
fide) T wholly betook my felf to this very one thing,
to get great flore of thofe kind of firey Waters in rea-:
dineft, which may be made ufe of as moft fubftantial
bucklers or defence both offenfively and defenfively
againft the Tiwrks. Now 1 have done this the more
willingly and readily, becaufe they kill no man, but
doe onely fo far debilicace them, that they may be
overcome, and eafily taken and made Capuves. For

This done, the victory is as it were gi-
ven into the adverfe parties hands, whereby they
can without any Jabour vanquifh and take their Ene-
mies Captives 1 dare not to fay any more herea-
bouts, this onely I add by way of overplus,-that
cven Women (‘where Men are wanting) may not
onely (by this invention of mine) drive off the
Enemies from any fenced place, but they may force
them out again out of the place, or o'erwhelm the
Company of them that are entred with Stones.

Bur as for the Key that unlocks the Clofet of Art
in true Alchymy, I do confidently affirm, that Salts
are fuch Keys, and efpecially Salt-peter, and alfo
common Salt and Vitriol, cach of which is of it felf
efficacious. enough to open the Door which fhuts
the Parlour or Clofet of Arts in Alchymy.

Andifby fome defperate Men
or by a fudden and immature death (which chances
God of his mercy gracioufly keep from me) all the
Mediums or means of perfedting fo great a Work,
and finifhing it fhould be cut off from me, yet not-
withftanding the truth ic felf will be able to bear wit-
nefs to my fayings when L am dead and gone. ~ For
1have by me-even yer thofe Silver Plates tinged
with Purple Spots, which can acall times witnefs
the truth of thofe things 1 have here delivered. For
it isan impoflible thing that Silver fhould be tinged
with a purple colour withour a Tincture.  If there-
fore there is to be found the truth in thar white and
fugacious fublimare, whac [ pray would be found in
the fix and Fire-abiding red Tincture? Would it not
be, that effets of far greater moment would be pro-
duced by fuch a Tincture. The Ancients therefore
tha defired firmnefs of healch and a long life, beftow-
ed fuch labours and fwveats upon geeting a true Me-
dicine for humane and metallick Bodies, and fome
of them arrived to their wifhe-for end, but the grea-
teft part of them were deceived with vain labours,
and fruftrated of their conceived hopes.

Ifany Man did cercainly know thac there were in
fome placesto be found mighty treafures of Gold,
Pearls, and Precious Stones, and it were granted
every onc to fearch after them for his own proper
advantage, what think you, he would be lazy and
flow, and would not fer himelf to feek after them.
Burif any fhould fo order his fearch that like a blind
Man, he ncither knows nor fees what itis he feeks
after, or in what place it is to be foughe by him, cer-
tainly fuch an one would labour in vain, and lofe

ones, open and fecret ones, what name foever ftiled
by, come forth and publickly produce the true
Tranfinutation of Metals, with a clearer and more
confpicuous manifeftation than I have here done. I
acquiefce with what I have hitherto fpoken ; if God
fhall pleafe I will divulge admirable things in my
next third Century.  In chis litle Treatife there are
laid open onely four fecrets, but yet fo clearly and
confpicuoufly that no body hath as yer manifefted
fuch and o emincnt things with clearer and more
perfpicuous expreflions.

For that firft Inftrument is clearly enough deferi-
bed, by the help of which, not onely a great plenty
of all tharp Spirits may be prepared with very lictle
cofts and eafie labour, and the four-fold uf¢ of thef®
Spirits is able to bring moft grear profic to the
Countrey.

1. All Gold, Silver, and Copper are thereby ex-
tracted out of the poorer fort of Oars which Germany
abounds with every where, and that in a far eafier
manner than by fufion, and are fo brough to a very
gainfull improvement, to the great benefit of all Ger-
many, the which hath never been hitherto done.

2. Of the faid Spirits is made a Water-atrac-
ting Magnet, for the bertering of poorer Wines, that
fo they may keep good, and be the eafilier tranfpor-
ted out of one place into another, as I have fignified
in my fecond Cencury. It is a fecret which offers
gain both to the rich and poor, and may be prepa-
red in great plenty.

3. The imperfect Metals are fundry ways better-
ed by thofe faline Spirits, of which may be made vaft
quantities as Lhave fhownin this Work or Book, and
this melioration my Writings do varioufly teach and
treat of.

4. By the help of thefe fiery Spirits of Salts, pre-
parable in mighty plenty, whichis a thing commodi-
oufly to be done by the Inftrument defcribed in this
Book, may the Turks who are the Enemies of the
Chriftian World be refifted without any Bloud-fhed.
Concerning thefe fiery Waters, which being fucha
notable deftruction on the Enemies, this is here to
be noted, that immente quantities of them are cafily
gotten without any Diftillation and with very little
expences.

both histime, pains, and cofts ; and this ufually be-
tides the greatcit par of Men, for they fpend their
labours in vain in their fearch after this Work, be-
caufe (like bind Men) they neither know what
they are to feck, nor where. But yet ’tis credible that
there would not fuchamultitude of them have ftray’d
trom the truth, had but any one fo clearly and per-
fpicuoufly fhown and pointed as it were with the
Fingers at the place where the Treafure lyeth hid-
den, as I have now done.

And although the envious and lying Devil fhould
oppofé the truth even with his greateft power, and
fhould moft cruelly rage againft ir, yet notwithftan-
ding he will not be able to fhew us any one Man
that hath produced and brought the truth forth to
the light with greater perfpicuity and evidence than
Glauber hath.

Ihave therefore yet once more at prefent fhown
by a moft evident demonftration even before the
whole World, and have aflerted it for a truth, that
not onely the more imperfet Metals do admic of be-
ing really tranfinuted by Salt and Fire into the more
perfect ones, but withall, that by them, [viz. Fire
and Salt] a Tin‘ture may be made.

And now let ail mine enemics vifible and invifible

For if much be to be effected by them, it is necef~
farily requiiite to have vaft quantities of them in rea-
dinefs, without which, no great matters arc in this
cafe to be accomplitht.  But as concerning the man-
ner of fo greatly endammaging the Zurks by thefe
moift Waters I cannot foaccurately defcribe the fame
here, as being a_meer firanger to, and ignorant in
military attairs. However 1 will briefly and in few
words fhaddow out, what way I think it may be
done by, wiz. to refift and mightily endamage the
Enemies by them.

Firft ofall, thisis the nature and property of thefe
moift Waters. As to outward view they are like
Water, and may be handled or deale with as other
common Waters, but their inward virtue is nothing
but a meer Fire. And becaufe thefe moift Waters
may be thrown not onely with the hands, but with
greater Warlike Engines or Guns a good way offy
by artificial Inftruments prepared for that purpofé ;
theretore is the ufe of them manifold,and as neceflicy
requires may they be ufed feveral ways for the ex-
pulfion and overcoming of the Enemics. We will
illuftrate our meaning by an example. Suppofc I

am in a Gityor Caftle beficged by the Enemics, and
that I have by me fome of thof¢ kind of Inftruments
Hluuuuy which
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which are accommodated to this ufe for the moift
Fires. Ifnow the Enemy fhould fet upon the Trench,
Wall, or aBul-wark, and I were furnithed with that
defenfive Water of mine, fhould ftand behind the
Wall or Bul-wark in that place which the Enemy
fetsupon, he could not poflibly come atme ; for thofe
moift Fires may be caft by the faid Inftruments far
without the City, like a fiery fhowr of Rain, or like
a Cloud, which Rain being forced out of but one
onely Inftrument would dilate it felf far and wide
upon many hundreds of Men, and whatfoever it
touched it would hurt and burn like common natu-
ral Fire, and it would efpecially blind their fight, fo
that the Men would not be able to look up or fee.
Ttnow the Enemies fhould make their attempt upon
any place, and there fhould be fhoured down upon
them fucha fiery Rain, and by hurting their Eye-
fight make them quite blind, how would they be
able being blinded o get over the Walls or Bul-warks?
I do believe that if they fould have gotten over
the Walls or Forts, and be made thus blind, they
would be heartily glad if they could but get out a-
gain and recover their own party. But it would
be betcer to beat them off, and blind them when
they come with their Ladders to fcale the Walls,
than to permic them to approach any nearr. But
yerif it fhould fo happen that the Enemies had got-
ten even into the City it €lf, and there were fome
Houfes in the principal places or fireets in which the
defendants may rally themfelves and that fuch
Houfés were furnifht with fuch moift Fires, and that
fuch fiery fhowers were fhot out thence fo blinding
then thar they durft not open their Eyes, what I
pray would they beableto do,being blinded and clear-
ly deprived of the ufe of their fight? Would they
ot throw away their Arms and folely mind the
getting the Fire out of their Eyes, and yet it would
hardly be fo done in half a days time, nay if it
fhould touch their Eyes in pretty quantity, it would
fearfe be quencht in two days time, and if chey
fhould go to wipe their Eyes with their hands, then
would they make their torments much more intol-
lerable, and would add more Fire to their Eyes, be-
caufe their hands are likewife moiftned and plagued
with that continual fhour, And now may not fuch
unbidden Guefts be overwhelmed and flain with
Stenes caft on them out of the adjoyning Houfes?
And may not on¢ fingle Woman with fuch a
lie Inftrument onely filled with thef@ moift Fires
defend her Houfe againft an hundred Soldiers.  Ve-
rilyin my opinion there may be made a better de-
fence with fuch a lictle Inftrument that one may
carry about with him, than with ten or even an hun-
dred Mufguets. For 1oo Mufguets require 100
Men, all which when they have difcharged their
Guns once, and have flain fome ten or twelve Men
(and yer itis not wont ufually to happen fo in fuch
cafesneither) they need fome time to load cheir Muf
quets agzin, if they would keep on fhooting.  But
thisInftrument may be uled even by Women, two
or three of whom will haply do more hurt to the
Encmy than twenty or thirty, yea haply one hun-
dred Men are able to do with their Mufquets. And
if the Women and other weak Men do but blind their
Enemies, the armed Men may take them thus blind-
«d Prifoners ; that fo not being killed but made
Slaves, they may be fet to Work and Till the Land,
and this would be far more profitable than the kil-
ling of them would be. Sothen, may not an hun-
dred Soldicrs by the help of my Inftruments defend

any Fortrefs with greater and more certain defence
than a thoufand Men could otherwife do.  Verily |
believe they may. For thefe blinding Fires of mine
or fiery Clouds and Rain being adjoyned to other
ufual and cuftomary military Weapons, will moft
mightily endamage the Enemy; nor will there necd
fomany Soldiers, for the Citizens themfelves may
ufe the other [cuftomary] Arms, and the Women
and Children may ufe the Infrruments, whereby
they would haply defend themfelves more frongly
than if they committed their defence to chofen and
regiftred Souldiers.

For thefe Inftruments, (by which the moift Fires
aredriven far off upon the Enemies like fiery thowers
and Clouds of Rain, and that without intermiffion
and as oft as ever need requires) although they Le
great, yetafew Menmay govern or manage them,
{o that it will be impoffible for the Enemics to effect
any confiderable enterprize in befieging any City.
But it is needfullto place fuch Inftruments that thus
fquirt forth Fire, behind the Walls and Bul-warks,
that the Enemies great Ordinance may not hurt or
deftroy them. Verily 1 cannot b very accurarely
ond compleatly fhow what [the beft] way [is: at
endamaging the Enemies by the help thercof, for
this the practice it felf will better thew us. 1 can
furnifh forth the Infirumentsthemfélves and the moift
Fires belonging thereunto. I commerd the ufé of
them unto the Souldiers, who may learn to ufe them
as they fhall find good by experience. I do again
repeat what I have hitherto fo often fpoken,
and I do affirm, that with one fuch Infirument may
fome thoufands of Men be blinded in a moments
time, and being blinded what I pray can they then
do? Iffo be that others fhall endeavour to come to
help them and fetch them off, they may likewife be
blinded, nor can they run away, and therefore muft
neceffarily be taken Prifoners. ~ And this in my judg:
ment may be done in Hoftile Invafions and Sieges.

But now whether or no there may be any ufe of
fuch Inftruments in Battailes and Conflicts with the
Enemies, Ido not well know, but thata City, Caf
tle, or Houfe'may be defended by their means, and
fo drive off the Affailants, is a thing evident and un-
doubted. Should there bea thoufand Enemies be-
fet the Houfe of fome particular Citizen, yet mutt
they depart if onely fuch a fiery Cloudor Rain (the
Doors and Windows being fhut) fhould be fhoured
down upon them. For fo they would be rendred
blind and not be able to fee or find the Door, asit
was in Los time, when his Enemies environed his
Houfe tohave out thofe two Strangers, they were
fmitten with fuch blindnefs that they were conftrai-
ned to leave the Houfe, and it was permitted Let,
and his, to pafs out of the fame without any impedi-
ment. Andis it not lawfull for us to finite our Ca-
pital Enemies the Turks with blindnefs, and tode-
fend our felves, our Wives and Children ?

God himfelf faith, I will encompafs thoft that arc
mine, witha Wall of Fire, and defend them againit
their Enemies. Briefly, this invention of mine, of
making fuch a fiery Mift or Rain, isan incomparable
defence and fafeguard, the like of which was never
as yet known in the World. And now may any
one eafily conjecture what may be done offentively
with this fame invention. For example, fuppofé 'tis

beats him and becomes the Victour.  And when two
are of cqual Stature and Strength ; they fite alike
forcibly, and beat one another alike, juft as your
Laundreffes that beat Cloaths with a wath Beetle, fo
do thefe lay on blows oncach other with likemeafure.
So among the Ancients did they fight Man to Man,
and the ftrength of the blows prevailed.  But when
Gun-powder was found out, then afew could kil
and put to flight a greater number than themfelves.

And now again ‘tis every where known, that
Men now a days do again fight with equal hand,
as ‘wwere, neither party having more help [by Art]
than the other party hath: fave chat the fronger
party doth for the moft part get the Victory, fo that
the Wars in our time confift not in Art, but in the
multitude and company of Men. Mean while I firm-
ly hopethat if theufe of my moift Fires be bue known,
there will be another kind of Warfare than now is,
by fighting on equal Terms with blows as the Coun-

~trey fellows do, and whereby the ftronger can over-

malter and fubduc the weaker. Eut now by the
help of Art, the weaker may overcome the ftronger.
And if fo be that Arc and ftrength concur together
they are wont to be moft efficacious.  Dawvid with
his {ling fhewed the skilfulnefs of his Art, and fubdu-
ed thac great Guliab, who litdle expected fuch a mif-
chance from fuch a lictle Shepherd. And like as
Galiah mocked at David with his Sling , fo perhaps
will the Zurk have us in derifion, fhould we meet
him with fuch Water-throwing Inflruments.  But
cven as that great Geliah was finiceen down by a
Stone of the Shepherd, fo may the Turk be eafily
burnt and radically rooted out by thofc moift Fircs,
ifthe Chriftians will themfelves.

But fome or other may here object and fay, fup-
pofe fome perfidicus Chriftian fhould happen to flic
to the Turks,and put fuch Weapons into their hands,
to ufe againft the Chriftians agen, what thall wedo
then ? (1 anfwer,] fuch (a mifchief] may be pre-
vented by an accurate diligent warinefs, that thefe
fecrets be not revealed to every body, but to fuch
onely as are known, and that have poffeffions, Wives,
and Children:: for fuch will hardly be allured or cor-
rupted with any reward. Befides too, the vulgar
will not be fo eafily apprehenfive of all thingshereto
requilice, fecing the Arcconfifts not barely in one or
two, but in many things (or circumftances] It
cannot therefore be that fuch inventions fhould fo
cafily fall into the Enemies hands, and that for feve-
ral caufes which I forbear to reckon up here.  Nay
more, if neceffity {hould require there mought (by
accurate medtiaticn ) a farther inquifition be made,
whereby more fuch inventions moughe be found out.
For this may eafily be effected by Men of a quick
piercing Wit, wiz. by their diligent fearch to add
to what is found out and to better the fame, for ’twill
be a facile thing to do.  For nature being o moft ex-
ceedingly richly ftored can never at any time be
thoroughly found out. And therefore even I my
felf do hope in fome fhort time greatly to augment
{‘or meliorate] the faid Inventions of mine. If God
vouchfafe me life, there fhall be even yet produced
by meto light wonderfull things, which will mira-
culoufly promote the fafety and happinefs of my
Countrey, and efpecially if T fhall but find amongit
Mecn a thankfuil remembrance thereof.

Moreover, I doubt not but thatabundance of Men
will wonderif they fhall fec thefe my newly invented
Warlike Inftruments to be publifhed in Prine, which
isa thing that I would never do, for I have refolved
to make fuch onely partakers of the knowledge of
the fame, as ftand in nced thereof, °

Burt becaufe I have conferred with onc or two
(whom I thought to have bornme alovingand friend-
ly mind) about thefé things, and fpake to them too
openly about the very bufincf it felf, they got fome
part of the Art it lf, and faw the very Inftruments
in the Workmens hands whorin I had taken order
with about making them, and without doubt perfwa-
ded themfelves that they had the full knowledge of
the whole Art. Prefently upon this they were be-
come invifible and withdrew themfelves, infomuch
that Ifufpect that thofe perfidious Men have repai-
red to the Courts of fome great Men, to offer and
fell thefe my inventions as it they were their own,
Now thento meet with fuch treacherous perfidiouf:
nefs, I thought good to publifh openly fomewhat
concerning thefe macters, that fo every one may
know that whatever Men fhall fell fuch fecrets s
their own, they were not invented by them but by
me, and they have fraudulently ftolen chem from
me.  But Lexcepr thofe here, to whom I have re-
vealed them to this intent, that, wiz, they may
make ufe of them againft the Ziurk, ’

And becaufe I can methinks prophetically as it
were conjecture that thefe my newly invented mili-
tary Inftruments will be defired and foughe after by
agreat many both high and low, I judged it a thing
worth the while, to take care for the getting fome
of thofe fame Infiruments, and alf thofe moift Fires
thereunto appertaining to be prepared, and fentin-
to thofé places, where they may detriment or annoy
the Zurks. For without doubt there may be fir
ftronger refiftance made with thefe newly invented
Inftruments againft thof¢ our Capital Encmies, than
can ever be done with Gun-powder. For Gun-
powder is never wont to operate afore it be kindled
with the Fire, which kindling and inflamation Wa-
ter will hinder, and now my moift Fires are not at
all impeded thereby. And upon this account it is
a_thing altogether poflible that a fiery Globe ror
Granadoe] may be as well emitced [or be as forci-
ble] out of the deep Waters with [or by] them, as
it may with Gun-powder out of the” Water, the
which feems indeed incredible, but yetis very cafie
to_him that is endued with the knowledge of chefe
things.

There yet refta few admonitions to be given, wiz.
thatno body pafé his fentence upon thefe my fecrets
here diftlofed, with a prejudiced and foreftalled judg:
ment, unlefs he has a mind o flur himfelf with an in-
famous mark, but let him have patience, till he of
his own knowledge perceive the whole Bafis of the
bufines. Many things there be that lic as yet hid-
den, which (as Prophefies tell us) muft be mani-
fefted before the Worlds end. This time draws
nearer and nearer, though fo few belicveit. For
my part I am verily of this Opinion, that there is
fuch a wonderfull time at hand, the like of which
hath neither been feen or heard of fromtiie time of
the Floud even to thefe our days. I pray God to
