The Process in the Philosophical Work
considered as thoroughly analogical
with that in Man's Redemption through Jesus Christ;
and represented by positions given thereof,
as to its principal points in Behmen's Signatura Reim, chapters, vii, X, xi, xi.

1. Adam's primeval state in Paradise, and the mraofrigs spoiling himself, his whole created beihg,his lustful
imagination after the knowledge of good and egikightly by this author, not only spoken of in firet beginning of his
description, but also frequently repeated and watioexpressed throughout his whole discourseiffdan understandeth
not his own corrupted nature, and that curse whehimself lieth under, how can he be imaginedatalble for an
understanding of the nature and curse of the E&th%on what ground can he presume to deliver suslich a particular
thing from that curse; or to be instrumental irsttieliverance? which is the true Artist's chiefaal; only business.

2. As long as Adam stood in a pure paradisicaléenay, the Eternal Word and power of life (callgdtie author the
Heavenly Mercury), was his leader, and had pre-damge in him. His life, which was a clear flamiirg f burned in and
was nourished by that pure spiritual oil of the iDé/substantiality; which, together with the holgter of eternal life, is
generated in the angelical world: and this, theeefoould not but give forth a glorious bright shaplight.

3. Through the power of his imagination, or luseathe knowledge of good and evil, that which thes still kept under in
him, and was so hidden from him, viz., the outwaedery property, came to be manifest in his holyand got
predominance therein. This oil therefore, now owargred thereby, could no more be such an agreéadade and well-
doing to his fire, as it could and did before. Aswdhis fire not only lost its shining light, butoa also to be spoiled itself,
for it was obscured, and made all impotent. Anduhéscury, which before in his holy oil, had caused raised up
paradisical joy and triumph, according to his mgvamd stirring property, was now made a stinginguéshing poison,
according to his own natural constitution, whichdmth and must stand in, when before or withoutitie.

4. Nothing of the Divine substantiality was heralppiled, poisoned, or turned into evil: though stimes this or that
expression, which must be made use of with regpddan, may seem in outward appearance, to saythargehe like. For
that which was in Man of the Divine substantialfaded disappeared, or died indeed, but only vatipect to Man; seeing
that this disappearing, was but an entering ist@\n secret original, and so but a returning @uad the giver thereof.
When contrariwise the creatural Mercury, that igmd own life, went forth with its will, desire ahgst, out of eternity into
time: so that the former union was broken, and upnbreach, its own natural property and progrietuld not but be made
manifest immediately: and because of this manifiestawhich never should have been made, accotditige will of God,

it is now rightly called spoiled, poisoned, andne into evil; when yet all this doth not reach Bieine substantiality, nor
the holy life of God, but only that of Man.

5. This is the sum and substance of what Behmeellannd more circumstantially declareth concermiram’s paradisical
state, and falling away from it under the curse e¥éhhe brings in also for a clearer illustratiorelog not only the fall of
Lucifer, saying of him, that his desire was tottrg fiery Mercury, like as Man desired to try thatery; but also the serpent
with its poison, saying, that in the strongest et poisonous Mercury, the highest tincture lig#t,not in its own natural
property, etc. All which he represents as a magp@r, and pertinent introduction to this discowskthe Philosophical
Work.

6. Immediately after the fall of Man, God said utite serpent, | will put enmity between thee amtloman, and between
thy seed and her seed: her seed shall bruise #u; hed thou shalt bruise his heel. And hereimptii®sopher's stone or
tincture lieth implicitly. For though this primayilconcerneth Man, yet secondarily it concernethithele Creation also; and
this bruising of the serpent's head is done batitigly and corporeally, and both in time andeiternity, and though in
different degrees, yet in a parallel process ohowtboth here and there.

7. The serpent's sting points at the Wrath-firel, #re woman's seed at the Light and Love-fire. €te® are in every thing:
and in the curse that former came to be predominasitward Nature. This latter must now be raispdigain, and, by its
shining through the Wrath, it must subdue and keepder, and take away from it its predominant pgwo that it may
keep and exercise only its true natural officea agrvant in and to the light. And that these tvaty mo more stand in
contrariety and opposition to each other, but beamly thing, reharmonized by Light and Love, aeititroduced into
Paradise. And when now thus the dark poisoned Mgiisuinctured, his anguishing death is turned tmiumphing life and
joy, and his former dark desire into a new Lighd &love-desire; which of itself is now able to maketself a pure Love and
Light substantiality, viz., a heavenly body outaof earthly.

8. The whole work consists summarily therein, tiaat things must be reduced back into one, evensath a one as they
were from the beginning before they came to be fwbeavenly thing and an earthly one are to besgiThat former must
be admitted or received into itself by this latimd must change it into its own heavenly quakigrth must be turned in,
and Heaven out, etc. Which the Mercury, that isdime doth all himself; the Artist is not to doiieither can he do it: he is
only to join together those ingredients that arpiigite, and to leave the work to be done by thakwman, which is therein
already. Yet nevertheless Understanding and Faith iim required; and by this latter especiallyis® co-operate, if his



design shall take effect. For his design is nothésg than to fetch out a body from the curse,tandise it up from the dead;
which never can be done by him, that is still dieimdself, both in his understanding, and as tomtisrnal life.

9. With all this, the process in the regeneratibilan runs parallel exactly. Consider only with skif the heavenly
humanity of the Regenerator, and the earthly of fmlten Man, that is to be regenerated. Consitheat, the former must be
received or taken in by the latter, and that thissthsuffer itself to be subdued, changed, keptyradel turned in by that.
Consider that faith in Man is absolutely requiredwhich he must in a sense co-operate indeedhhtifor all this he
cannot make himself a Child of God; but must sufiferself to be made so by the eternal speaking Weinéth in the
philosophical process is called by Behmen, the devMiercury. Which also at the end of time, athia completest period
of the regeneration, will raise up his body agaihich then shall no more be earthly, but heaveaty conformable to his
own glorified body. Consider, | say, all this is true coherence, and dependence upon the onhalaé&ee grace of God:
and you will certainly find, that all the descrimti of this process, is nothing else but a soune, @and solid paraphrase and
explanation of these words of St. John, saying:rifasy as received him, to them gave he power torhec¢he Sons of
God, even to them that believe in his name."

10. In these words also lieth plainly, the posgipfor obtaining the perfection in the Philosopdi®Vork; which is rightly
and firmly grounded hereupon by Behmen. For if @ade us, out of his infinite love, that which i tireatest and the
highest, how could he have withheld from us, thlaiclvis much lesser and lower? If Man, in this despower, bestowed
upon him by free grace, can verily rule and triunaglain over sin, death, devil, and hell, whom heenamself subject unto
by his lust, Why should he not also be enabled:therto rule and triumph again over the curse énBhrth, he brought into
it by the same lust, when this latter is but a rdtconsequence of that former; nay an inconsideraie in comparison to
that? Truly it is inseparable therefrom, if thatrfeer be really attained unto, and provided thathelqualities that are
requisite thereto, be verily found in the Artistgitilosopher.

11. All these qualities are, as in their principam and substance, concentrated in this, that ttigt Arst must have the
curse in himself transmuted into the Heavenly Blegshrough the holy tincturing blood of Jesus i€hWhich Behmen
sometimes also thus expresses, "He must firstritehave really that same in himself, which he witlke or introduce into
metals without himself'. And this he frequently ggeth home unto every one, warning earnestly dtidgaleaven and
Earth to witnesses, that none shall presume to lmedth the curse in the Earth, before he be reddiyvered, as to his
inward Man, from that curse in himself; or elsen@y expect to earn nothing else but curse instéatéssing. Before this
his own internal deliverance, he may have indeeaaay fine notions of this work in his brain; bhétreal process cannot
be manifest in him, and so not understood by hinthat experimental fullness and exactness whichdgaired.

12. The same he offers also to the serious coraidarof such a one, under these and the like ptyibical terms - He is to
know that his Mercury is kindled in the fiery Maemd burns in the eternal Saturn, in the territslpression of darkness; his
Venus is captivated, his water dried up, his Jupstéecome a fool, his Sun is darkened, and hierMarned into a black
night. And now there is no other remedy but to tdkaus (the eternal love of God) and to introddna into his poisoned
Mercury and Mars, that they may be tinctured thgrabnd then his Sun will shine again and Jupitgrice, etc. Which he
further illustrates, by plain intelligible wordd] eepresenting most excellently his own way, pi@ctand experience.

13. Yet all this, though really attained unto, witit be yet fully sufficient. For there is not olych a sufficient ability for
this work, and a sufficient understanding of iteqass required, which | doubt not but Behmen hadthere is also required
an especial calling thereunto, which he had nothu@Vit this calling the Artist goes but in his owillythough his meaning
and intent, as to his thinking were never so gawtiure. And this call he must be able to disceyrhis own internal
character, which it carrieth along with and inlitsieom his own natural impulse. Which easily m#siude him, under the
specious appearance of a divine call; and whetabgpirit of this world, which from its own intedr@onstitution, is

mightily for such an undertaking, will certainly sféad him into various dangers.

14. When now these two more general requisites iy An experimental understanding, from the Agiprocess in his

own regeneration, and (2) a divine call for thislemrstanding, are truly found in him, two other mpagticular qualities will
still be required in him, when he now is to makeeginning of his work. And these are representeBdtymen from that
parable of our Lord, concerning a man which wentrlérom Jerusalem to Jericho, and was robbed anchdexd by
highwaymen. Saying, "That the Artist must truly amdblly stand in the figure of the merciful Samanitand must have both
his will and eyes." His will, that he may desirehing else, but to heal and restore that whichdswded and broken. And
his eyes, that he may be able to discern that wedibddy which he is to heal, and which is not gdseilbe discerned, and
not by every one, because of its great corruption.

15. These eyes he shall have the greatest neachif very first beginning, when he is to choosephoper matter for this
Philosophical Work. This is called by Behmen andadided parabolically - "That evil child, whichrisn from its mother's
house (from Jerusalem to Jericho) and desired to belf, or to stand by itself upon its own bottornd this must be
sought for in Saturn; which Saturn therefore, thiesAmust have sharp and piercing eyes to loak ibbth as to eternal and
temporal nature. For the Wrath of God, by its gfrastringent impression (says he further) hath huytt into the chamber
of death. Not hath it turned the same into Sati¥khich I think is to say so much, as that it is hahed into lead.], but it



keeps it imprisoned in the Saturnish death, irfitisecold, hard, dark, astringent Property; whislcalled the great still
standing death, because as yet there is no mobflitie therein.

16. When this proper matter is found in Saturn,Aheést may go to work, but so, that he do consiaed follow that same
process, which God observed in the redemption esidration of mankind through Jesus Christ, (inchhivofold holy
Name, the general process was clearly understo@ehynen from the language of Nature), even frontbigeption and
nativity, unto his Resurrection and Ascension. 8img, he may come to find the joyful feast of Peo#, viz., that desirable
tincture in outward Nature, which is answering utli@t holy spiritual tincture, whereby St Peterhis first public sermon,
on the day of Pentecost, tinctured three thousanls$ sit once.

17. When the human Mercury, the outspoken worti@thiuman life, was infected and poisoned by theesegr or manifest
and predominant in its own natural quality, whithath in itself, before and without the Light, Gdid not reject the
humanity, so as to annihilate it wholly, and to eakother new, and strange Adam, but he restorszbenerated that
which thus was spoiled. And this he effected noaby such new or strange thing, as which the humyaaid not had in it
before; but by that self-same holy divine Mercwrjch was at first breathed into Adam, for to maka an image and
likeness of God. This he re-introduced into thespoed humanity, and made thereby a good, surecdidddssposition to the
new regeneration thereof. And this was done irirtiraaculate conception of Jesus Christ. For thereimunction was
made, between the eternal speaking, and the huotapaken Word, Mercury, or human life, now poisoiretan, and full
of self or own will.

18. This must be the first consideration of theisiytwell to be observed, that so he may be sueetaccordingly, and to
bring not his subject matter to the fire, withoutls a previous conjunction; if he will not workvain, and make himself
ridiculous. And for an illustration hereof this msgrve: in the Second Principle, of Light, the Lalesire, that is, the first
property of Eternal Nature, but considered as éfifth, makes a pure crystalline substantialitpdAherein the divine
Mercury is the eternal holy Word and understanding:in the first principle, wherein the harsh esfent desire makes a
dark obscure substantiality, the same Mercurygsreipal part, or chief property of the Wrath ob&; and an original of all
mobility, and moving power. This Mercury theref¢oensidered as in the outspoken Word, or life ohMafter it was
turned away from the second principle, of Love hight, and was made manifest according to its owathful property in
the first; could not have been restored or brobglek again, but by that very same Mercury, which firat breathed into
Man, and was not altered in the Light and Love ofi@hough it was altered in Man, in whom it disagged and lost its
former pre-dominion. Now the getting this lost pl@minion again, either in Man, or in any other twea, according to its
own kind, is nothing else, but that same tinctudng transmuting, which in all this discourse iskgm of; and which
restored pre-dominion therefore of that Heavenlyddey must needs reproduce again such a puredighiistantiality, as
that which disappeared in Man, by his fall, anthia Earth by the curse.

19. In the relation of St. Luke, concerning what thild Jesus did with his parents, in the twejithar of his age, a
representation is seen of the inward and outwanttwand of their different wills. For the inwardlhn Jesus broke first
the natural will of his parents, when he remainethe temple, without their knowing and conseny, seid also, like as
rebuking them, "How is it that ye sought me? Wisthpt that | must be about my Father's businesa@"then again, the
will of this outward world in his parents, brokestinward will in Jesus, for he went down with thearNazareth, and was
subject unto them. This showeth to the Artist, thatis work he shall soon find such a two-foldhwilso. The will of the
inward world, will not in the beginning presentlyradescend and be subject to his will. But if hesedfanot to seek after it,
as Mary did, and wrestleth with it all the nigltdiJacob, with a full resignation of his own witlhich is the will of this
outward world, this divine Will, will at length cdescend to him, and go down with him; for it iStagere broken or
conquered by his will, according to what was saiddcob: thou has wrestled with God and Man antdgresailed.

20. Here the Artist, or magus is to know, thatdaat to bring that will or tendency to the periaat into his Matter from
without, but that it lieth therein already befoHe must only first in himself be capable of the iDe/Will, and then with his
renewed, or tinctured will, which here is his magjif@ith, he must handle his subject matter; tbahereby the will towards
perfection, which lieth in the matter indeed, hilt and unmoveable, may be stirred up and broimfiot conjunction with his
human tinctured will, and so also with the DivinélMAnd that further this Divine Will may pressrimard or outwards,
meet with and bless that outward will, which prélsdmckwards or inwards from the corruption intad@d_ove and mercy.

21. Highly is this point unto the Artist recommeddeaot only for to consider and understand, bui tdsmake it his
continual practice. Because herein the PhilosopBiaptism, as to the greatest or chiefest dealistath, and this practice is
the very first beginning thereof. This only can mdim able to baptize truly and rightly, for heashaptize his matter, not
only with the water of the outward, but also witlat of the inward world. Of which baptism more minstsaid now by and

by.

22. The poor fallen humanity, considered so baaslit was in and to itself, viz., as broken, sghilgoisoned, was not cast
immediately into the fiery furnace, and melted ddwrthe Wrath of God; but, as mentioned above,rgucation was first
made between the Earthly and Heavenly humanitythecame the great fiery trial upon it, immediatadter this
conjunction; but a long and wonderful process weld,tbefore it came to that great earnest. Fiisthumanity was to be
baptized with water in the Jordan, and with watentabove the firmament. Further it was led in®wilderness, for to be



tempted by the Devil, which devil (N.B.) was not pjuto the humanity, but permitted to stand oveaiast it, and to offer
unto it all that the first Adam was tempted witmdtall this time of forty days, no outward food vgagen to this new
baptized humanity, but it was to live upon its difel's Mercurius, viz., the Eternal Word proceedfram the mouth of God,
according to the answer the Lord Jesus gave unt®#vil. After this he came forth in public, preadhand did great
wonders and miracles in all the seven Propertiégadfire. And though at length even his human boay really glorified
upon the Holy Mount, and seen so by three of hsiglies, yet by all this, the full perfection wast get wrought out, but the
very greatest, sharpest and most severe trial tilllsehind, etc. Answerably to all this procedss Philosophical Work also
must be carried on, and the Artist will see a curdl parallelism; but at length he will find al$bat all this, though it was
shown him in never so glorious an appearanceillisisort of perfection, and all but as it were lprenary, which now
further distinctly shall appear.

23. By the Philosophical Baptism, if it be trulyrfiemed, in the dead Mercury, which lieth in impade, and hungers only
after its own Property, being of itself not capaleliegher of desiring after, or of admitting intcaihy other, the hunger after
the divine or heavenly substantiality is stirred amised up again. And by this hunger, that hegveubstantiality is drawn
in, with its own peculiar will, desire, or natufatlination, which is nothing else but a readinesgendency to become
manifest with its life in the death. And hereirthig first beginning of a new body, or rather okad; from which a new body
is to come forth in its due time.

24. What this Philosophical Baptism is, and theohlie necessity thereof, may thus be shortly regmesl: Every hunger is a
desire after such a thing as is agreeable and coafile to that hunger: for after that which is digeeing and contrary, or
destructive to it, no hunger in anything can bee fikad corrupted Mercury then hath a hunger indagdynly (according to
its condition in the Curse), after death, wrath poton, etc. If now to this hunger such a deadvaradhful thing is given, as
it hungers after, the death therein must needsaser, and its wrathfulness cannot but be strengthiiereby. But if to this
hunger the life is presented, or a loving, heavenbperty is offered, the death is not at all @bleeceive it. Unto this death
therefore, the death and Wrath of God must be givenin this death and Wrath the heavenly subististgt And this is the
Philosophical Baptism, for this is that Earthly atelavenly water, in the first of which is deathdam the second life: both
which must be together; for the reason is how phatmny neither by this nor by that alone, this baptican be performed. But
when it is thus rightly done, this baptism, vihat which is heavenly swalloweth up into death thlaich is earthly and
wrathful, and exalts its own new life therein; thbunot immediately, like as it was also not don€wist immediately after
his baptism.

25. This Philosophical Baptism is nothing elsedabnjunction, to be made between the fiery anéryatiercury. The

fiery must be baptized with the watery. And thisvisat Behmen means by saying obscurely: "Have @ aaly for this, that
thou baptisest the mercury with his own baptisnot this watery Mercury is his own, viz., it is thathich before the Fall
and Curse he enjoyed and rejoiced in, as his miestqus treasure; whereby his fiery poisonous Wna#s kept under, and
prevented from being manifest. But when these tweevgeparated from each other, a breach was mais gannot be
healed again, but by a renewed conjunction betwlgem. Like as it is in animals and in fallen Masathe same thing, only
in different in degrees. The conjunction of mald éamale, which is absolutely required, to the iplittation of every kind
of living creatures (which hath in vegetables alsmething answering thereunto), may be a goodriitisn thereof.

26. And therefore it is that by Behmen this vermneawhich here now is called the Philosophical Baptis called also and
compared to a matrimony or espousal, when he glamys, not only that to the Earthly wrathful Mergua fair loving

virgin of his own kind must be given in marriaget kblso that this same giving is the PhilosophRagbtism. And again says
he, "The woman's (not the man's) seed shall btbesserpent's head." The man hath in his tinchedite-spirit, and the
woman in hers the water-spirit. This latter mugitize, soften , appease and overcome that formdrsa transmute its
strong fiery hunger after Wrath, into a tender Lasire; and herein lieth the baptism of Naturehls steadfast Love-
desire, these two are at last turned into onehabthey are not more male and female, fire anémmtcontrariety, but a
masculine virgin with both tinctures in union. Bagfore this be wholly effected, and as long as Hreyin the way or
process thereunto, Behmen calleth them in alldisisourse, the young man and the virgin, or aledBtidegroom and the
Bride.

27. Immediately after the baptism of Christ, he Veaisby the Spirit into the wilderness, to be tesadplby the devil. And a
serious consideration of the whole process inttirisefold temptation, is highly unto the Artist oeemended; for in his
Philosophical Work the same must be done alsotateh answerableness to the three particulargiterelating to the three
first properties. All which is largely by Behmenatkred, and much insisted upon, but would be tog for to relate
particularly. Yet the sum and substance theretfiss-

28. The human Soul, or the whole humanity as agéd the eternal speaking Word, was now triedraiod had re-
introduced into it a spark of his Eternal Love, wies it would enter again into its primeval statel @lace and be an
instrument of God, to be played upon by his holiri§pn his Love; or whether it would rather camtie in its own will, and
suffer the Devil to play upon its instrument in ¥eath and Anger of God. And so in the Philosophiark also, the
earthly poisonous Mercury, after he is now joingédia to the heavenly, is tried, whether he willaga from his own natural
wrathful property, and suffer himself to be turriet his first, pure and crystalline condition, wiia he stood before the
curse: or whether he will rather continue in hismcawakened and now predominant quality.



29. In our Lord Jesus Christ, the human will regelcall the devil's presentations and offeringsgre itself, and entered
wholly into the first mother's womb, according is twords to Nicodemus, etc. And so in the PhilosogdhVork, if it goes
well and right the Artist will see, that when tleerpter comes on, the young man, or Mercury giveséif up wholly into
the first Mother, and that this will swallow him ag into nothing. At which the Artist will be amatzand terrified, thinking
that all is lost and undone, for he sees nothind,teath lost all the appearance of heaven. Butue hrave patience, that
which is impossible in his sight, is not so in thevers of Nature.

30. The wilderness wherein the temptation is damén this Philosophical Work, the outward, earthry, desolate and
barren body. Wherein the Mercury or young mangpisable to stand against the devil, except he tdg bn his virgin, and
be by her supported. He is therefore to unite With to cast his will and desire into her love, emdat of her bread, not of
his own natural quality, like as Christ our Lordl,the forty days of his temptation, did eat onfytlee eternal speaking Word,
and would not eat of that bread, which he coulcehaade out of the stones. All which is nothing élsethat the Mercury
must admit and receive into its own poisonous tyale Heavenly Tincture, and suffer the serpdraad, the fiery wrathful
property, to be bruised thereby in himself. Whictidth not, the Devil will prevail, and detain hizaptive in that state,
wherein he is when separated from his Virgin. Biei doth the Devil must withdraw, and the Virgakes his seed from
him into her womb.

31. What the Deuvil is in this work, the Artist, saBehmen, will easily know, but he calls him notamy plain or distinct
name: doubtless it is such another wrathful dak@isonous matter, as may be fitly compared talthal, and may be able
to do in this process, the devil's office, becaafdhe qualities alike in both. For this will appedterwards, as to my
thinking, plainly enough, and here also it may eersin part, from that instruction and warningghees to the Artist, viz.,
He shall have a care, to suffer not. Thus, saybdshall have a care, to suffer not, that his tergmevil be too furious, or
too wrathful, but proportionable, etc. And again,tbe other hand, that he be not too weak or inmpter else the Mercury
should not be assaulted by him sufficiently, andhhias a hungry wolf, swallow up his baptism, netiar his own wrathful
property, and continue still that same poisonoirgthwhich he was before.

32. At the end of forty days, when the Devil hadexhall the temptation, he must depart from thedl®@hrist, and the angels
came and ministered unto him. This also the Aigigtspecially well to observe, for he himself stbede in the trial also,

and may now perceive infallibly, whether or no leefit for, and accounted worthy of this work. titae end of forty days,

in answerableness to the process of Christ, thelsudg not appear, he may surely think of himse#t he is not yet fit and
worthy; and of his fiery masculine Mercury, thaistdoth not yet stand in a due internal union i watery feminine, but
that it is still that same, in its own wrathful djt\a which it was before, and that the temptingitibath prevailed. But if he
seeth the sign of the Angels, he may rejoice anslibe, that the Bridegroom is in his Bride, andigh@m, and that his

work can prosper. What this sign of the angelthis author doth not tell us expressly; it must e new delightful
appearance, by its own character so intelligiblgh&Artist, as that was intelligible to him, whisefore he saw nothing, and
had lost the appearance of heaven.

33. Immediately after this temptation, and overawgrof the devil, the Lord Christ began his publiioe, not only by
preaching, reproving and instructing the peoplé¢ ateo, by working many great miraculous, amazkmuggs, through all the
Properties of Nature. For instance: in Saturndiged up the dead; in Luna, he transmuted watemwirte, and fed with five
loaves of bread five thousand men; in Jupiter, adarout of the simple and ignorant fishermen, tbstrwise and
understanding apostles. In Mercury, he made thehdsaing, the dumb speaking, and healed the lepeMars he expelled
devils from the possessed. In Venus, he lovedreithten and sisters, as to the humanity, and gaedyfhis life for them
into death. Only six of the properties are herensgmated, and the seventh which is Sol, standitiganmidst and uniting
three and three, is here not mentioned, becauséeéfdongeth to the full perfection, which then owlys attained unto, when
he was risen from the dead, ascended up to hearmdrhad poured out the holy Tincturing Spirit, ba tlay of Pentecost.
But that there is a good ground for Behmen's riefgrdistinctly to the seven Properties of Natuikthee miraculous deeds of
Christ, could be made out from him sufficiently,resét needful and not too large.

34. All this now the Artist shall distinctly sedat it hath a true and exact answerableness iRtlilesophical Work, when
the forty days temptation with good success is dnBer instance, in Saturn, he shall see, thatthewlercury raiseth up
from death that same dead substance, wherein hehuasip before. In Luna, that he feedeth and sbath that substance,
when there is nothing outwardly wrought, whichatutd be fed and nourished with: and again, thatitedly water is
exalted and turned into wine, by having now gdte(las wine hath) an union of a fiery and watertuer In Jupiter, he shall
see the four elements each by itself, and theagwrs| and the rainbow upon which Christ sittethjfimigment, in the
outspoken Mercury. So that he highly shall be amiatét, and perceive that the wisdom of God playetd delighteth
therein as in a jestful play. For the friendly Yapshoweth forth herein his properties, after suchanner as that is, in which
God will, in its time change this world and trangeit into Paradise. In Mercury, he shall see Hediven separates itself
from the Earth, and that it sinks down again it Earth, and changeth the same into its own codod that
Mercurypurifieth the matter, etc. In Mars, he slsak, that Jupiter in the Mercury, casts out frobenmhatter upwards a black
fire smoke, which will be coagulated like as a sadhe chimney. And this is the poisonous hungehe Mercury, rightly

to be compared to the devil, because it hath, daogto its own kind, the devil's qualities. Whdir3t did in Venus, the
Artist shall see most gloriously in the Philosogathié/ork. For as soon as this black devil is expkftem the matter, Venus
in her virginity appears, in great beauty and glevigich is a fine type or emblem of the great lo¥€hrist.



35. Now here, when this appears, the Artist isicejih, and thinks reasonably his work is finishew] bhe hath got the
treasure of the World; but soon shall he find hilinsetremely disappointed. For when he trieth &, dhall find, it is but
Venus, still a female, and not yet a pure and pexfiegin, with both tinctures united into one. kilas in Christ, the Eternal
speaking Word had indeed wrought out through hiadnity, all these wondrous deeds; and yet theiuiection could not
be made manifest therein, his human body couldedjlorified, and much less could he have pourédh@muHoly Ghost,
before he was passed through the great Anger ofdG8eath and Hell. So also in this Philosophicalriy though all these
glorious things have appeared in the Propertié¢éatdire, yet the universal Tincture is not yet fixad manifest, but all
what was seen hitherto, was only transient, angjtbatest work to be done, for this fixation anchifestation, is still
behind. For all the seven Properties must be madéyt pure and crystalline, before they can beaBisical, and each of
them hath its own peculiar process, when it isc@agt from the wrathful into the Paradisical liiherein they must all
seven have but one will, viz., that of Love, aridtair former own will, wherein each was for itséh opposition to the
others, must be utterly swallowed up. And then dhey are fixed, and able to abide the fire, f@ntmo Turba can be more
therein. Which is now further effected by a procasswering to that which was observed in the sffesnd death of
Christ.

36. As soon as the regenerator of mankind camehigd/Vorld from above, and had the name of a kiiwgn unto him, the
civil government thereof could not endure him; prasently he was by Herod persecuted, and at ldnyg#ilate crucified,
notwithstanding that he had plainly declared thstingdom was not of this world. And because ti@s/born king came
not not with a royal state and splendour, nor ithsan outward power, as the Jews expected and Hopeat the coming of
their Messiah, the Ecclesiastical government inhilgd priest and Pharisees, would not receive Aina since he owned
himself to be the Son of God, and a king of tratid said he was come to save his people fromdheirand darkness, and
from the Wrath to come, the Devil also could nad@e him; but he was immediately a strong oppasisigainst these three
together in conjunction. So also in this PhilosephWork, as soon as Venus thus appears in hetyhesith her own

natural character, and in order to perfection,ghgl great alarm, opposition and insurrectionrsgj&er, manifest in Saturn,
Mercury and Mars. The first of which is a true figwf the civil government, the second of the Esielgtical state, and the
third of the Devil. And as these three jointly wée same chief agents, that brought the Lord fef &nd Glory unto death;
so in this Philosophical Work, the three inferiaratihful Properties, Saturn, Mercury and Mars, &ktly called by Behmen
the three murderers of Venus.

37. This great opposition and uproar against threl IGhrist, had, in the internal truth and realityather ground but this,
that he was from above, when all these three wera beneath. Deep, great, and many things aregetfew words
comprised, and the essential nature of a Prin€iplen in Behmen's sense) is understood thereihe IEord had been out of
their own dark, harsh, bitter and wrathful rootg érhe had appeared, for to preserve and estathleskame, in its own
selfish and willful qualities, they would have raes him very kindly, and no opposition could hdeen made. But he was
from another Principle, and came only for to destiee works of the Devil in this world, and to rédée inhabitants unto
Light, Love and Truth. Now all this was bad newshia ears of all these three parties, for nondeitwas willing to be
stripped of its selfish greatness, dignity, strbragid power; and therefore they all three at leagtieed for his crucifixion.
So also in this Philosophical Work, there is nceotiiround for this great opposition, but this veayne, that Venus is from
above, when these three are from beneath; unitedarwrathful sphere, and unwilling to be deprieétheir natural power
and pre-dominion. Heaven stands now in Hell, uparitg and will transmute them both into Paradisel ldell perceiveth

its ruin is inevitable, if it receives into it thihild from heaven; and therefore it swelleth upiast it, and opposeth all what
it can. But by this same opposition, it must anthdmt promote its own destruction; as it was dalse in the process of
Christ.

38. Here might be objected, How can all this bestiant with what was done and declared above, thiat the matter was
purified, the devil expelled, and the sign of tingels appeared, etc? For if so, whence can nowauahthful, hellish
opposition arise? But it is easily to be answesed, the answer Behmen gives to it (though but ieithliand not so directly)
is of the greatest importance, not only in thisgess of the Philosophical Work, but also especiallpat of Man's
Regeneration. When Mercury, (says he) is awakemed the death of Saturn's strong impression, aceiveth Manna
(heavenly food, Light's and Love's substantialitig, own true Virgin, the Water of Life, the Philggocal Baptism) into the
mouth of his poisonous Property, a joyful craclsetfi indeed; for it is like as if a light were kied in the darkness, and a
paradisical joy and Love springeth in the midst\orith. When now Mercury thus gets a twinkling glsaghereof in Mars,
the wrathfulness is terrified at the Love, anddfillback or sinketh down, like as in the generatiotihe second Principle out
of the first; and the angelical properties app&ana glimpse. And so this is (N.B. not yet a srantation but) like as a
transmutation, but only transient not yet constarfixed. If therefore a fixed and radical transatign shall be done, the
same process, that was in this like a transmutathust be repeated again; but in a far highertberadeeper degree; And
the same can also be repeated again, becausershe thitter, wrathful hellish Properties were hitbesuppressed only in
part, but not fully rooted out, and radically tudriato one only will. And they therefore are novseal afresh by this
appearance of Venus, nay even much more than ef@mebthey stand up in opposition against hertdanaintain their
own natural right. So that here also, in a semsewbords of Christ are true, saying | am come malle a fire, and to bring
upon Earth a sword, enmity, strife, persecutiorr, avad opposition.



39. This opposition is, in this Philosophical Wolbletween three and three; like as it is also irgeeration of Eternal
Nature. Yet this is to be understood in such aesesthe foregoing 38th position can bear, whehgire was asserted, that
here nothing as yet is permanent and fixed. Sa# also in the process with the Lord Christ: wheméw was a going into
the strong severity of the Wrath and Anger of Godyrder to the full consummation of his great wdrk said expressly of
himself, "I am not alone, but the Father is with.'hi¢e had then with him on the one side, or as \ag say, from above, the
Father, and him unalterably, in one sense, thobghgeably in another, relating to the sensibilithis outward human
person. Which may appear, by his woeful cryingamuthe cross, "My God, My God, why hast thou foesakne?" For that
which here by some is now objected, concerningangtranslation of these words, is not to be reg@drtbecause the sense
wherein they are taken is not liable to such ilhstouctions and consequences as they put upondt.oA the other side, or as
from beneath, he had with him, though in a very & inconsiderable sense, the common ignorantig@edpch received
and accompanied him with great joy and acclamatiwhgn he came riding upon an ass into Jerusalerals in this
Philosophical Work, Venus is not alone; but, asdte, from above, Jupiter is with her, and fromdzh Luna, which is a
true figure of that vulgar, simple, ignorant crévis Luna holds with Venus (like as also the Dikedgthemselves did with
Christ), so long as it goes well with her, or a@detolerably; that is, so long as Saturn, Mercang Mars do not actually and
manifestly exert their malice against her. But whigse three murderers arise, and will forciblyfpertto death, or swallow
her up into their wrathful pit, then Luna also cgath her colour and inclination; like as the vulgaople changed their will,
and instead of their former "Hosanna", cried now t@rucify, crucify him."

40. In the process of Christ, when it cometh toGineat Earnest, not only that which was done wiith dutwardly, by the
Pharisees, High Priests, etc., but also that wivizh done within his own person, in Body, Soul ap@iSmust be
considered. The two Internal Worlds or two Etefahciples, viz. the strong Fire-world with the pesties of Wrath and
anger, and the Holy Light-world, with the pure Laued Light's substantiality, or heavenly flesh aiabd, were both
manifest in him, and stood open the one againstitier; And the great work of redemption could Imate been performed,
except they entered into one another essentiallyelée no solid, permanent and fixed transmutadfdhe first into the
second, could have been effected. This now madieeapressible terror in the humanity of Christ,.via his whole person,
considered in all the three Worlds or Principles: fhe Love was struck with terror, and tremblethatrough, harsh and
bitter death, which it was to give up itself intm as to be swallowed up by the wrathful properfesnger, all now
distinctly raised up and qualifying according teittrown nature. And the Anger also was struck weétor, and trembled at
the appearance of Love, wherein it was to losevits wrathful and now predominant life. And so frbence the outward
human body also, in this third Principle, was saetly struck with terror and trembling, that theat thereof was, as it
were great drops of blood, falling down to the grduYet he said then, "Father, if it be possilée¢this cup pass from me,
nevertheless not my will, but thine be done." Whigrds are to be understood, as spoken by the vgeson of Christ,
viz., in each World and Property, according todiféerent condition of each. For the first Prin@pbr Anger said, "Let this
cup of Love be removed from me, that | may keepdamyinion in men, because of their transgressioké;ds we may see
an excellent type thereof in Moses, when the Wo&tBod said unto him, "Let me alone, that | mayalewthis disobedient
people.” But Moses in the figure of Christ, andi€hin the highest operation of Love, would notHéeh, but replied, first
indeed as it were to the same purpose, "If it bsside let this cup of Anger pass from me", buteatldiso immediately,
"Nevertheless not my will, but thine be done." W&iBr now the human will of Christ as to this ThindnRiple resigned
wholly and submitted itself to the will of the agdgather, and was obedient unto him, even untaltdeah on the Cross, and
unto all what was to be inflicted upon him outwardlso, by the instruments of God's Anger. So adgbis Philosophical
Work, when it cometh to this Great Earnest, thésfghall plainly perceive a great terror and tréngbtherein; he shall see,
that Mercury especially, which is the principal agagainst Venus (like as the High Priests andiBées, were also the
principal opposers and persecutors of Christ), iteth at the appearance of Venus, and that Vesosmalt only trembleth at
this opposition of the three wrathful murdering pedies, but also that it is with her like as Bvaeat did break out from her
body: and that nevertheless she is not stirringghiet and patient, resigned and ready for toeswHfl what they can inflict
upon her, and to be wholly swallowed up by thero their wrathfulness.

41. In the process of Christ, the Devil said, autht within himself, "I am alone the great monarckhe Fire, Saturn is my
might, and Mercury my life, and | am in, and thrbubgem, a Prince and God of this world, and widréfore not suffer, that
such another one as calls himself a Prince of Lsleuld rule therein, but | will devour him in myr¥ith, together with his
Love." This he intended indeed, but being he cowldeffect it as by himself alone, without concuire of the two chief
principalities of this outward world, he stirred Mercury and Saturn, the Ecclesiastical and théd Government. And so
these all three went out together, or sent theisgamies, apprehended the Lord, bound and cariiedrbm the one
unrighteous judge to the other, etc. Thus alsbéRhilosophical Work the Artist shall plainly sé&t Venus, which is all
passive and wholly resigned and ready to entertirgaragon's jaws, is surrounded on every sidgatyrn, Mars and
Mercury. And so as it were apprehended or captivatethese three in conjunction, nay also furthat they lay hold on
her, and bind her, by darting their several poissnays upon her; and then moreover, that thegsld,were, carry her from
the one Property of wrathfulness to the other, déikd¢o be by them tried, examined and judged.

42. In the first place, Mars bringeth Venus to Meyg like as the devil's agents instruments inthath of God, brought the
Lord Christ first to the High Priest. But as thiasvalready beforehand pre-possessed with hatrénsagan, and did not
truly or duly try him, nor could look into his Imt@al will and work of Love, but looked upon him gritom without,
examined him superficially, and concluded, thatsihe stood not with them, in the same will, wagt Boxm, he was not to



be tolerated among the living. But seeing thatdwddnot bring in execution his design to kill hile sent him to Pilate,
with the character of an evil doer, that had desgtdeath. So also in this Philosophical Work, #eisy same is the true
internal signature of Mercury, against Venus. He Wefore already before possessed with his owriuhapeality, and stood
in opposition against her, and is therefore no¢ abliry, much less to approve of the loving Propef Venus, but hath only
a will and ability to murder her. But seeing thagre is in Venus another living Mercury, from abodve cannot destroy her
by his own power, but must confederate himself ®@#turn; and unto him he delivereth this Venustddre killed. Like as
Christ was delivered to Pontius Pilate for to heciied.

43. Pilate, a governor or Lord in the dark Saturmispression, did little enquire after, or concbimself about the spiritual
doctrine, Light, Love and Truth of Christ, but omligout the government; and upon this only accofi@heist's being
against Caesar, and his own coveting to be acco@desar's friend, he sentenced him unto deathef®oalso in the
Philosophical Work, Saturn, the dark astringenpprty, does not at all concern itself, with thighoat internal loving quality
of Venus, being not able to receive anything thieir®o its own essence; but only for the pre-dominis all this great
contest. Saturn will not lose the friendship of Bland Mercury, which both are with him in the sapkere, and jointly
make up therein their own government, which needstoe overthrown, if Venus should be permittedriee, and shine
therein, with her Light and Love. And thereforephis in execution that which is well pleasing utitem, and which they
think may make for the preservation their wratlgfavernment.

44. Pilate sent the Lord Christ unto Herod, and thocked him, and put on him a long white garmienthis Philosophical
Work, Herod the king answereth unto Sol, who isngy lalso in his own Principle. And this Sol putonpg/enus a simple,
lunarish white colour; for it perceiveth that thdiegh in Venus a solarish kingly power, and therefit giveth unto her the
white colour, from the Eternal liberty's Propedynd would fain see, that she might open thereirpberers from the Fire's
centre, and show forth herself in a golden ludike @s Herod would fain have seen a miracle wrobgifore him), which, if
Venus did, she would be indeed a master and rularMars and Mercury, but only in this outward vaor ruler in the
Wrath, like as this Sol is also such a one. Buhad. ord said unto Pilate, "My kingdom is not oistivorld", and would
answer nothing unto Herod, nor his expectation bykimg any miracle before him; because in this /igiarment he stood
only before the justice of God, and representegte, fallen Adam, in his false love of himselfy@veof this white robe
was an excellent and very significant figure, dgdpy Behmen declared. So also in the PhilosopMéadk a breaking forth
of the solarish power, in a golden lustre fromfre's centre, and tincturing this white lunarigipearance of Venus, is all
in vain expected; because the pure union, and tgal/éncture cannot be made manifest, exceptdiighe dark Wrath and
poison of Saturn, Mercury and Mars, be wholly drediand swallowed up in blood and death.

45. Herod sent the Lord Christ back again to Pilael this, by his soldiers, stripped him, put on h scarlet robe, scourged
him, put upon his head a crown of thorns, and skidvis to the multitude, which all cried out, "Criygicrucify him", etc.

So also in the Philosophical Work, Venus is delxkagain unto Saturn, and he, with his strong, thapkession, lays hold
on her, strips her of her fair robe, and puts arehecarlet (purple) colour, wherein the Wrath afrslis lodged. This colour
(which will be adorned as with a glance or splendouwa flash), is from Saturn's and Mercury's Propamixed with the

fiery Mars, as the Artist shall distinctly see. Wiheow the Lord Christ, in this royal robe, whichsayzut upon him but in
scorn and mockery, was presented to the PhariBeiests, and common people, they all cried out umausly, "Away with
him, he is but a false king, we own no other king) Gaesar, etc." So also, when Venus in this rogkdur, appears unto
Mercury, Saturn and Mars and Luna also; this la&ng now changed in its will, joined herself witte three chief
murdering Properties, and all together, with oneseat, reject her, and as it were, cry out the garge; which is as much as
to say, they dart forth their malignant, poisondigsy rays upon, and imprint the same into herth®y/sharp impression of
Saturn, so that the Artist shall see distinctlatt¥ienus is like as scourged and full of stripesd Anoreover, which is indeed
the greatest wonder, he shall exactly see the cowhorns, with its sharp, stinging prickles, ig ppon her. For as the
whole process, in the suffering and death of Chisst circumstantial representation of all what finst Adam had acted in
his transgression, in a quite contrary way, whgctistinctly shown and declared by Behmen: Anchascbndition of Man in
the Fall, is the same with the Earth's conditiothin Curse, only different from it in degree, whiwhalso not only
answereth, but also demonstrateth sufficientlyalSo the manner and process of their restoratemmat but be alike in

both. And as the Lord Christ in all his sufferingas most profoundly humble, and only passive, apenbt his mouth but
enduring all things most patiently, in a full sulssion to the pleasure of his Father: so also,iéRhilosophical Work, the
Artist shall see that Venus is wholly passive, diag all quiet and unmoveable, without any movingtirring.

Many particulars more are by this author obseraed, discoursed of, and this even so, that his diseocarried along with
itself a plain and perceptible testimony of solidBut for brevities sake they shall be but mergim short. The three nails
wherewith Christ was nailed to the cross, are reteto the three first sharp, and piercing wratpfalperties.

The two figures of the Virgin Mary and St. Johmrating under the cross, are referred to the yowsngsvand the virgin's
life, now appearing in distinction, which the Att{saith he) may see, if he hath eyes and undelisigun

The words of Christ spoken on the Cross, "Fatlwegive them, they know not what they do", are dgepid excellently
declared. (1) as to the redemption of mankind,Homéng, when Jesus destroyed death and selfhotte inumanity, he did
not throw away that human property, wherein theergf God was kindled before, but even then he tboghtly and truly
unto himself, that is, he took even then rightly tutward, out-spoken kingdom of wonders into tiveaird. And (2) As to



this Philosophical Work, by showing that the thnearderers, when drowned in the lion's blood, dopasts away or are not
annihilated, but they are forgiven, that is, tHeimer hatred and wrathfulness, is turned intohigéest Love-desire and
they keep all their natural qualities, in theirgrorder and office having lost nothing at all, boly their false and selfish
predominion.

The two thieves, crucified with Christ, the onetba right hand, and the other on the left; the moeking him, and the other
turning unto him, and receiving the gracious praiihis day thou shalt be with me in Paradise";imathis Philosophical
Work referred to the kingdom of the Devil in the &if, and to the Kingdom of Love in the Light. Whigbo kingdoms are
now separated the one from the other, etc. Tholti lsbavith me in Paradise, says the Love, thatisod thy fiery,
anguishing condition, thou shalt be turned andstrauted into me, etc. Here, saith Behmen, VenuserPhilosophical Work
gets her Soul, for when Mars and Mercury die todhkk impression of Saturn, then Venus takes therthéen Anger and
Love come to be one only being, Mars and Mercugobe the Soul of Venus; all the strife ceasethetimaity is

reconciled; Mercury is now all pure and hath ncspoimore in it, etc.

The words of Christ, saying to his mother, "Womaghold thy son", and to St. John, "Behold thy mothere excellently
discoursed of by Behmen, not only with referencthéoredemption of mankind, and to the universaigiian Church, but
also to this Philosophical Work; wherein the Artsto know, that he must imitate St. John, thihial work and operation is
done only in or about the Mother, that is the kimgdof outward Nature, from which Christ here degidwtthat his work in
this world never will become totally and absolutegestial, that he cannot manifest therein thedise, so as that God
should appear therein face to face. But that he ahide all the time of this world, in the Motherly, though he verily
obtaineth the universal Tincture in this Mothekd.as the mother of Christ also obtained it, intheing called by the angel,
the Blessed among the women; notwithstanding, whlichwas afterwards to pass through temporal defathSo also the
Artist obtaineth the blessing in this miserable iypso that he may tincture his corrupted eartlulghh and preserve it in
health, unto the terminus or end of his highesstadlation, which is (N.B.) after or under Satywwhen Saturn therefore is
at his end and limit, and leaveth that life, whiehhath been a leader of, no universal Tincturepecalong that life any
longer.]

Concerning the words of Christ, "I thirst”, and theegar mingled with gall, which when he had tdstee would not drink,
are profoundly declared —

(1) as an outward, most significant figure of whats transacted inwardly between the holy name Jasdshe Anger of
God awakened in the human soul. The name Jesstethafter the salvation of men, and would fainehiasted the pure
living water in the human Property; but the AngeéGod in the soul, gave itself into this thirstihgve-desire, which the
Love would not drink, but yielded up itself, in@lfresignation and obedience thereunto. Vinegargail are the proper
figure of the human soul, viz., of these propentiderein the human soul essentially standeth, wbesidered as to its own
proper being, without the Light. The soul, now hgreen again into the Holy Light's substantialiyhich was in Adam,
disappeared, etc. This caused such a two-fold graak, as in the generation of Eternal Nature evgdained. The first
terrible crack made the Earth to quake, and rentadbks asunder, etc. The second joyful crackddaise dead bodies of
them that had hoped and waited for the coming@Milessias, and rent also the vail in the temptemfthe top to beneath,
uniting now the human time with Eternity, etc.

(2) And as to the Philosophical Work, wherein Veals® thirsteth after the manifestation and pre-idam of the Fire of
love; but Mercury, in the sulphur of Mars and Satuyaresseth itself into her, with his killing Mensim, which is the
greatest poison, of the dark Wrathful source. Bemds, instead of drinking the same down, yieldgtherself wholly
thereunto, as if she did actually die. And fromdeethe great darkness in the Philosophical Wosetrj so that the whole
matter cometh to be so black as a raven.

When the inward sun of the Eternal Light's Prirejph the humanity, had given up itself into thekd&/rath and Anger of
God, the outward sun in this third principle, whieketh all its glance and lustre from that Inwasl a representation,
figure, or mirror thereof, could not shine. Foit# root or deepest ground (considered as in th@meof this world) was
gone down into darkness, for to renew this prirecipto the Light, the outbirth of this root, thatthe outward Sun, must
needs have been darkened, contrary to the commoaecof Nature; And this even from the sixth holuthe day unto the
ninth, which was the time of the first Adam's sleefe. In the Philosophical Work, as the Artistlsbae, all what God hath
done, in and with the humanity, when he was toeedand bring it again into Paradise; so he shalbéso in
answerableness to this particular of the greatrsapearal darkness mentioned above, that when Venussyieldeth up her
life, which all her glance and lustre dependethny@tl her beauty must disappear, and darknesstbampeinstead thereof.
Nay, he shall see also, that not only Venus, irthihee wrathful Properties, but also that thesegthihemselves, in Venus, do
lose their life altogether, and that all is nowbdack and dark as a coal. For here now life andhdeastill and quiet together
in the will of God, and to his only disposition. g kwhole is now reduced to the beginning, and sthridehat order, wherein
it stood before the Creation. Nature's end is nttaireed unto, and all is fallen home unto, or ik power of the first Fiat.

After this, the Lord cried out, "My God, why hakbt forsaken me?" The eternal, speaking Word stoedstill, in the
humanity, that is, it did not operate therein, sambe sensibly felt thereby. For the heavenly d&wnitg, which in Adam was
disappeared, and in Christ quickened again, wasuige the head of the Wrath, in the fiery soutl amchange the Soul's



Fire into a clear, shining sun. That now this migatdone, the humanity must be introduced intoWhiath, by the Eternal
speaking Word, and by the same also, through thattWand death, into the solarish or paradisiéal When now this was
done, the humanity could not but feel that Wratthmsoul, and in the same instant of this feelingpuld not feel the
presence and power of the Eternal speaking Words sbcould and did before, etc. And this wasfthieaking.

So also in the Philosophical Work, when the wrdtpfoperties swallow up the life of Venus, whichtaschange them into
Sol, and to make that all seven may be one. Venfarsaken. And this makes her lose her colour tart turned into
Darkness, etc.

As the Lord Christ, after all his powerful worksiratles, overcoming of the Devil in the Temptatiand Transfiguration of
his human body, was to go through all these suifesriand at length wholly to die on the Cross, whgihe frustrated in a
sense and manner, the hope and expectation dalldeiples. And as he had no other way or gats tdeath, through
which he could have entered into his glory, andwdrafter him his members: So also in this PhilosocgdhNork, the Artist
hath hitherto seen indeed many wonderful thingd,\vamy glorious appearances, which made him to baxery great hope
and expectation; yet for all this, now his expéotats in a sense quite overthrown and frustrafed.now the whole nature
dieth in his work, and he must see that all is gedrninto a dark night. All the Properties, Powars] Virtues, must now
cease to be and do, what they were and did bedackmust fall into the end of Nature. All yieldetp its former life and
activity, there is no more any stirring, moving,aperating. All the Properties are in the Crown-bem scattered in
thousand, and so entered into the first Mysterianhat state wherein they were before the Creafitie meaning is not that
the outward materiality is made invisible, or quataihilated, but only, that all the Powers therghich the outspoken
Properties had from the Eternal speaking Word,velnidh were raised up against each other, in caetsareach of them
according to its own nature, are now at an entheif factivity in self-will, and earthly inclinatiormand are fallen home again
into the power of the Eternal speaking Word, haviogther way, nor gate, but this death, througkcwthey could enter
from the curse into their primitive blessing. Butenm thus they are in death to themselves, anceihdhd of the eternal
Word, this cannot but raise them up again untoyglas by a new Creation, and in answerablenesRébarrection of Christ.

The Lord Christ died indeed, as to the humanitynftbis world, but he took the same human body aigalitis Resurrection,
and lost or left nothing thereof behind, but oflg government of the four elements, wherein thetNyi@rse, and mortality
lieth, etc. So in this Philosophical Work also, tinet matter is not abolished or annihilated, boly the curse therein is
destroyed, in the four elements, and the firstitifthe one Eternal Element is raised up again;thectfore it is now fix, and
can abide the Fire. A glorious new body is noweadiap out of the black darkness, in a fair whitlag but such a one as
hath a hidden glance in it, so that the colour oabe exactly discerned, until it resolveth itsalid the new Love-desire
cometh up. And then in Saturn's centre, but intddpiand Venus's Property, the Sun ariseth. Shisthe Fiat, like as a new
Creation, and when this is done, all the Proped#ess forth unanimously their desire into Sol. Ahen the colour is turned
into a mixture of white and red, from Fire and Uighunion, that is, into yellow, which is the caloof majesty.

The appearance of love, to the wrathful propedfedarkness, causeth, as mentioned above, a gesdt, or terror. The
wrathfulness is mightily exasperated by this apaeee of Love, and presseth vehemently into hetofewallow her up into
death, which it doth also actually. But seeing titleath can be therein, the Love sinketh onlyrdgieldeth up herself
into these murdering properties, and displayethragtbem her own loving essentiality, which they trkeep in them, and
cannot get rid thereof. But even this is a poisoto uleath, and a pestilence unto Hell. For thehfw&Properties are also
mightily terrified at this entering of Love intogm, which is so strange and contrary to their oualities, and which makes
them all weak and impotent, so that they must thea own will, strength, and pre-dominion, etc.\8as it done in the
death of Christ, and after such a manner (largetiyexcellently declared by Behmen). Death and carigee humanity, was
killed and destroyed, in and by the death of Chvito, after his Resurrection, had no more the fofia male in his human
body, but that of a paradisical Virgin, as Adam bafbre his fall. And so also is it, in this Phidgdical Work. In this terror,
crack, and mutual killing (though there is propertydeath, but only a transmutation, or union af tato one), when Venus
yieldeth up her life to the wrathful Propertiesdamhen these, having lost their pre-dominion, aised up again to a new
life, the Virgin giveth her pearl to the young méar, a propriety. And so the life of the anger, &he life of the Love, are no
more two, but only one; no more a male and femedpgrty, but a whole Virgin, with both tincturesitea into one. When
then the Artist seeth the red blood of the young nise from death, and come forth out of the bldaikness, together in
union with the white colour of the virgin, he mdaeh know that he hath the great Arcanum of thedyard such a treasure
as is inestimable. Several things more could baditbforth from Behmen, which would afford many etkent
considerations. But these may be sufficient, toastimt harmonious analogy which is between thedratbn of fallen

Man, through Jesus Christ, and the Restoratiomisfed Nature, in the Philosophical Work.
