But since for the mastt§as almost
in all Arts is wont to be) leaving the sweet anthpikernel of sciences, like plebeians destitutanternal eyes, and
only considering the external face of things, they at length wholly occupied about the exterittebirind: hence
it is, that many nomenclatures of herbs are fowidch magnificently describe the receptacles, faioibs, and
external vestments of plants (in which their viguas in domiciles, are hospited)hg place in which God is said
exist, and from the sign God himself or his essénkaown: for all creatures in their properties ds it were
demonstrate the presence of Gdglit the foot-steps of the invisible God in theatures, the shadow and image of
the creator impressed in the creatures, or thatriat force, and occult virtue of operation, (whachNatures gift is
insited, andnfused by the most high God, into the plant oramifrom the signature and mutual analogic sympg
and harmonious concordance of plants, with the neesntf the human body,) is by the prudent physioialn
inquired into : and thence by the industrious telp'ulcan or anatomic knife, is drawn out and apghlio its proper
use, not drowsily passed over in noxious silensés ady vulgar herbalists too frequently done.

Although from the monuments of others, without &ayndation of Signature, or separation of the from the
false, very many heteroclite virtues are descrilaed, assigned to several herbs; yet experiencaldhe and only
mistress of things, testifies that they are insigfit to answer the desired expectation of phystcand patients. If
experience, the mother of verity, may be creditgzineed not infer many reasons for the proof hefHudre is
required a higher ingenuity, and more subtle iritjais, than can be obtained by sight of the eydg.¢Bivers and
manifold forms are the signs directing to find gvsingular mysteiy If the plenary and intimate knowledge of
plants (such as Nature hath reserved to be seaothednd subtly understood by the studious losersadmirers
of Natural things) we would as perfectly compreheaglsome hundreds of them, at first sight, witlibet
knowledge of their internal virtue, may in the valgnanner by their names be discerned: Yet namlesrbt have
not the virtues, therefore their bodies are toXserened, that we may know, what purges, what yieldtsur, what
heals fevers, and what cures wound#d qualities of simples are not to be considebed;their arcanurh
Moreover, that fallacious and unjust censure offtlue qualities viz. hot, cold, dry, and moist, nabsufficiently
manifest their virtues, such qualities being betshadows of things, as colours, not having rastppwerful
operations. They will not run this hazard, who kimaythe virtue from the root of the center, notnfrthe
superficies; and leaving the subtlety of fruitlessnes, do from things themselves, by intimate antbpnd
speculation, more exquisitely search out the truth.

In things occult consider the manifest foot-stepNature divinely impressed, and diligently enquafter the
hidden dowries of herbs, by inspecting their exdefarm, and by taste perceiving what the diffeeeizxchbetween
the shell and the kernel, between the house anidilabitant, unless unadvisedly to wood and stahey, give the
denomination of true representations, or leavirlgrdes, institute a corporation with disjoined eggs. In all
external things the exterior case is only the reeg of innate and inherent virtues, infused byl Gxs the soul int
the human body. That philosopher most rightly sotglunderstand the ingenuity and knowledge ofiikerior
man, not by the name, but by expressions, (whiehrae characters and indications of the mind,iatetnal
faculties,) who whilst a youth stood mute befona hihus compelled him; "Speak O thou young mathdti
meanest | shall know thee". Indeed, by the integian of the voice, the arcanums of the mind grened. In like
manner, herbs magically by their signature bespiealphysician's thorough introspection, and to bjnsimilitude
manifest their interiors, concealed in the occildiee of Nature. For there is (according to thedsof the most



excellent Baptista Porta) a way of demonstratingibyilitude, wherein very often the chief artifiderwont to
manifest divine and occult things, according toghpreme similitude of ideas; nor could he do thiesemore
excellent or admirable way.

If we now feign that plants do speak, and be wgllio manifest their secret commodities wherein tnegel,
howsoever they express themselves, and in whatenaoever they are about to speak, their langusageti
perceived by all, like as the speech, and chamofawriting, to several nations, are proper anclipar; whence it
is needful, that either all be of one nation, dbalable to speak infinite languages, if all skicalike understand,;
which by divine institution is not permitted. Seetbxquisite artifice of Nature in her similituddghings, though
briefly, and sufficiently perspicuous to all, ystgerceived only by few. All herbs, flowers, treasd other things
which proceed out of the Earth, are books, and chagjgns, communicated to us, by the immense mar&od,
which signs are our medicine. But that by theirklesige we may come to the true and appointed megitishall
offer somewhat to the ingenuous. Who so desirebietan expert physician, and to have knowledgbaxfe things
which point to medicine, by that art, which Natesdernally proposeth by signs, he may understarat tiose
internally signify: for every thing that is intriits bares the external figure of its occult propegss well in
insensible and sensible creatures.

Nature as it were by certain silent notes speaksstand reveals the ingenuity and manners of a@adryidual; as
is aptly declared in that metaphorical saying odAdntius Polemon, [Greek] "and as our intimate raesrfrom
external figures of the body may be found out;remfthe exterior signatures of plants, man maydreamished of
their interior virtues". For plants do as it weneoiccult words, manifest their excellency, and ofeentreasures of
hidden things to sickly mortals; that man, of a##atures the most miserable, may learn in griediseases, where
to find relief. And as externals lead to the knadge, both of the internal man, and of diseasealsoby the like
anatomy, are found out medicines necessary, arducent to the human body; for these have affiniti w
astronomy and philosophy. But that which gives kieolge of the hidden virtue, is magick, which in ligit of
Nature is doctress [teacher], and of all naturdbgbphy the most perfect and consummate sciemzbiraeed,
nothing more increases piety, nothing, | say, npaneerfully excites us to the veneration and lové&ofl, than the

We see among men, Nature is so esteemed by scmheyltht is peregrine and accidentally comes to thei
knowledge, they very much admire; but what theyeha&arer home, by reason of its familiar use, trespise: so
also, for the most part it happens with the admicéitransmarine plants, that through desire okttgyour own
domestics, which our orb brings forth, they haveantempt; yet, than those outlandish they arbdtter, fresher,
more choice and wholesome, because they grow theénfluence of our part of Heaven, and to eacbunf
natures are more convenient, may at home be gathedtie season, and with much less difficulty eost be
obtained, and by the father of mercies destinatexlit use in exigent necessitiPhysicians, like virgins, ought to
look at those things which are before their feet,ambitiously hunt after foreign things.

Nature, worthily deriding the disingenious curigsiff many physicians, who (neglecting the knowledfjthe
internal virtues of plants, by their signature)idag only to be acquainted with herbs by namethsaihat every
plowman has the true Pharmacopolion before his.door

Those who with most simple herbs, and roots effeetture, sanation [health-giving] therewith istlsall
performed, as is witnessed by Carrichterus; fomtieelicinal essence, or magick gold, is as equadly @ontained
in them, as in others more precious. As the Eartwvery region exhibits food, and clothing, if netanswer
voluptuous superfluity, yet sufficient for natugaistinence: so also Nature, the same mother aedtpafrall things
which provides abundantly fail, hath distributed a necessary sufficiency oflit@ments. Every particular coun
has in itself the matrix of its own element, andt$elf exhibits what is necessary. To all Eartirg] regions, to
every nation, climate, heaven , or age, Nature paibuced, and tempered appropriate herbs, pecal@arery
earth, region, nation, climate, etc. In which,raall other creatures, the masculine and feminind is found, (as i
things created, the divine providence hath notiim distinguished the male, and female) which i asd
application, must not confusedly, without distinctiof sex, be adhibited: For as the man and wom#&tature are
distinct, so also should their remedies be, andbragher to be simple than hermaphroditic; yemesonly profit
youth, others age, as we see in Helleborscgrding to the climate of regions and its divigrsso are men,
customs, and the virtues of plants varjed.

So also Paracelsus adviseth physicians to be ntiafifhe distinction of herbs, age, medicines, dssss, and the
moon: truly therefore Agrippa saith, "it is the paf fools to fetch that from India which we hawehame", and to
judge neither our own proper earth nor sea sufficiend things of our own country, peregrine; tisifimige, costly;
and things easily acquired, difficult; and befdrem to prefer what is brought from the utmost pafthe earth.
And as we see Turks, Indians, Ethiopians and Ganist are in manners, and nature different: soagetables
according to the four parts of the world, and dsitgrof climates, undoubtedly differ, and very oftevhat to others
is aliment, to us is medicine; as hath been seffity attested by most grave men, of which alsimitef other
testimonies might be givesglen Lib 2.

Therefore transmami@gicaments, and such as in our own country are no
produced, by reason of the diversity of climatesl mfluence, they cannot be so friendly, and faniland also
