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INTRODUCTION 

Astrology Around the World 

All astrology systems grew out of the need to fix a calendar 

for agriculture; the agricultural “year” itself then became 

punctuated by religious festivals. These festivals mark turning 

points of the year—the right time to start planting, or to move 

animals to higher or lower pastures, for instance. Europe, the 

Middle East, and the Indian subcontinent all developed systems 

that originated in what is now Iraq. 

Western astrology moved from Iraq into Egypt, then to the 

Greek and Roman empires. Chinese astrology started in the areas 

around the Yellow River. Central American astrology originated 

with the Maya and Toltec people and was developed further by 

the Aztecs; some of this permeated Native American astrology, 

although local myths and local observation of the sky also played 

a part in the Native American tradition. African astrology uses 

Egyptian and North African studies of animal marks on sandy or 

soft soils, as well as observations of the heavens. Norse and Celtic 

astrology are an amalgam of pagan myths and measurements of 

the suns movement. 

Ancient people believed that planetary movements signaled 

events such as floods, good and bad harvests, or wars with 

neighboring tribes, so the predictive aspects of astrology soon 

followed. Early astrologers believed that the position of the planets 

rising over the horizon or at the top of the sky at a persons birth 

foretold the potential character and destiny of that person. This 

kind of thinking was never applied to “common” people—it was 

only used for royal babies and the sons of military, religious, or 

court leaders. 

The popularization of astrology in our own age came about 

through just this kind of royal horoscope. In 1930, a British 

astrologer outlined and interpreted a chart for the infant Princess 

Margaret for an article in a national newspaper. This article was 

so popular that the editor asked the astrologer if he could do

something for the general public. He did—and newspaper astrology 

took off. The original article also sparked interest in more detailed 

forms of astrology 

This dictionary gives an overview of many different astrology 

traditions so that you can look up your astrological sign in 

Western, Chinese, and Native American astrology and perhaps gain 

additional insight into your own personal character profile. Also, if 

you want to know what your month of birth means, not only in 

Western astrology but also in Chinese, Vedic, Native American, 

Celtic tree, or Norse runic astrology, here is your opportunity to 

find out. 

The first part of the book tells you about a host of ancient and 

modern types of astrology To find the signs that apply to you, select 

the month in which you were born in the A-Z section. Look at the 

first day of the month. This shows which signs were in operation in 

all the systems on the first day of each month, so if you happen to 

have been born on the first of the month, all these will be yours. 

If you were born on any other day, you will have to track 

through the calendar to see which apply to you. You might like to 

have a pen and paper handy for this. For example, if you were born 

on January 25, this would be your picture: 

Western astrology: Aquarius 

Chinese astrology: Receptive earth, Ox 

Vedic astrology: Makara, like Capricorn 

Mansion 25: Purva Bhadra 

Native American astrology: Otter, Butterfly clan 

West African astrology: The Baobab Tree 

Celtic tree astrology: Cypress 

Norse runic astrology: Pertho 

The information in Astrology Dictionary will help you gain a 

deeper understanding of who you are and how you relate to the 

world. You will acquire a richer appreciation of your own and 

others’ uniqueness, and how the differences between people can 

complement and support each other. 
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Western Astrology 

If you can put yourself into the minds of those who lived before 

the solar system was discovered, it is easy to see why they 

believed that the Sun traveled around the Earth—we now know 

that it is, in fact, the other way around. 

This apparent pathway of the Sun around the Earth is called the 

ecliptic. The constellations of stars that he along the ecliptic are the 

signs of the zodiac we are familiar with—from Aries to Pisces. The 

signs run in this order because the tropical zodiac starts at the 

spring equinox in the Northern Hemisphere—March 21. This 

becomes the start of the sign of Aries; the rest of the signs follow, 

from Taurus through to Pisces. 

The Moon and the planets also travel close to this path, 

although they cross up and down over it from time to time. For the 

sake of simplicity, astrologers call everything a planet, including the 

Sun and the Moon. Planets are at various angles to one another, 

depending upon where they are along this line—astrologers call 

these angles aspects. If, for instance, Venus was on 

one side of the Earth while Saturn was around the 

other side, this would be described as an opposition 

between Venus and Saturn. 

Astrologers work from charts that show the 

position of the planets, the aspects, and many other 

important features. A natal—or birth—chart is set 

for a specific date, time, and place of a persons 

birth; it is a stylized illustration of the sky at the moment of a 

persons birth. Such a chart can also apply to the birth of a country, 

a city, a business, a marriage, or any other kind of enterprise. By 

plotting the movement of the planets against the natal chart, we can 

predict the trends and events that will unfold over a period of time. 

The familiar kind of astrology that we see every day in 

newspapers and magazines is called Sun sign astrology The Earth 

has a regular orbit around the Sun, and this makes the Sun appear 
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against the background of each sign of the zodiac in turn, at set 

times of the year. This makes it easy for nonastrologers to figure 

out which sign they are born under. 

Unfortunately, the Sun enters each sign at a different time, and 

sometimes even on a different day from one year to the next, which 

means that people born “on the cusp” (the point where one sign 

joins another sign) can find themselves described as belonging to 

the ending sign in some newspapers and magazines and the 

beginning sign in others. Astrologers use the exact degree for each 

individual, but newspapers have to use an average date, and they 

don’t all settle on the same one. If you are not absolutely sure which 

Sun sign you come under, check with an astrologer. 

YOUR SUN SIGN 

The Sun is a life-giving force, and its position on 

your horoscope is bound to influence your 

personality, which, in turn, affects your potential 

for success, creativity, and happiness in various 

areas of life. The Sun is often associated with 

business, entertainment, and having a good time. It is also 

concerned with the children in your family. The Sun shows how you 

choose to spend your time and your money, and what you most 

enjoy Other features on your birth chart will modify your Sun-sign 

nature, but it is usually apparent somewhere, and you will always 

have similarities with those who share your Sun sign. 

THE MOON AND THE PLANETS 

The Moon’s position at your birth is almost as important as the 

position of your Sun sign. The Moon rules the emotional side of 

your nature, and its place in your birth chart reveals your 

underlying nature and motives. It is wise to check the elements and 

qualities of the Moon sign of any person you are likely to become 

deeply involved with—they may show you parts of that person that 

are quite different from what is being displayed on the outside. 

Each planet rules a different aspect of a persons nature and of 

life—for example, a potentially flighty person can be anchored by 

Mars and Venus in earth signs, or a stodgy one can be lightened by 

Mercury, Venus, Mars, or Jupiter in air or fire signs. Fire signs show 

enthusiasm and impetuosity, earth signs denote practicality, air signs 

belong to ideas people, and water signs are intuitive and emotional. 
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Astrologers study many other features on a horoscope, both for 

character reading and also for prediction. These might include the 

midheaven, the descendant, the nadir, the asteroids, midpoints, 

fixed stars, the vertex, and much more, depending upon the skill 

of the astrologer and the nature of the work he wishes to do. 

PREDICTION 

There are a number of predictive techniques in astrology, but they 

all come down to checking the position of the planets at a specific 

time against their positions on the natal chart, to see what is 

happening and what is due to happen over a particular period 

of time. 

THE WESTERN ZODIAC 

The zodiac is the group of constellations that he along the path that 

the Sun appears to take around the Earth. 

THE SYMBOLS 

Each sign of the zodiac is associated with a planet and a symbol. 

Every second sign (starting with Aries, then Gemini, etc.) is positive; 

the other signs are negative. Some astrologers express this concept 

with the words “masculine” and “feminine,” or even “yang” and 

“yin,” but the meaning is the same. Each sign also belongs to an

element and a quality that give it a particular character. Your sign of 

the zodiac will have something in common with several others, but 

there are always four signs with which you don’t share anything. 

However, you may have other factors in your individual chart that 

are not immediately apparent in a general description of your sign 

of the zodiac. Here are the signs of the zodiac with their basic 

features, so that you can see how this fits. 

• Signs of the zodiac: Aries, Taurus, Gemini, Cancer, Leo, Virgo, 

Libra, Scorpio, Sagittarius, Capricorn, Aquarius, Pisces 

• Positive, masculine, or yang signs have an extroverted, assertive, 

and quick-thinking nature. These are Aries, Gemini, Leo, Libra, 

Sagittarius, and Aquarius. 

• Negative, feminine, or yin signs are introverted, slower to react, 

and more passive in nature. These signs are Taurus, Cancer, 

Virgo, Scorpio, Capricorn, and Pisces. 

• The positive group splits again into the elements of fire and air. 

Fire signs are impulsive, enthusiastic, and quick to anger, but 

also quick to cool down. These are Aries, Leo, and Sagittarius. 

The air group is more intellectual, thoughtful, and inclined to 

fuss and worry. These signs are Gemini, Libra, and Aquarius. 

• The negative group splits again into the elements of earth and 

water. Earth signs are practical, sensible, and disinclined to jump 

into new things. These are Taurus, Virgo, and Capricorn. The 

water group is sensitive and inclined to act from an emotional 

standpoint. These signs are Cancer, Scorpio, and Pisces. 

• The signs are also grouped according to whether they are 

cardinal, fixed, or mutable. The cardinal signs are go-getters, the 

fixed signs uphold the status quo, and the mutable signs bring 

change and closure. The cardinal signs are Aries, Cancer, Libra, 

and Capricorn. The fixed signs are Taurus, Leo, Scorpio, and 

Aquarius, and the mutable signs are Gemini, Virgo, Sagittarius, 

and Pisces.

WESTERN RISING SIGNS 

Your rising sign (also called your ascendant) is the sign that was 

crossing the eastern horizon when you were born. It is determined 

by the time of day, plus the date and place where you were born. It 

tells you about the influences that were around you during your 

childhood, and it modifies your Sun sign considerably The sign 

opposite your rising sign is called your descendant, and it affects 

your choice of friends, lovers, colleagues, and partners. 

During the course of each day, the Sun rises in one part of the 

world after another. Those with the same birthday share the same 

Sun sign, but they could have any one of the twelve signs rising up 

over the horizon, depending upon their time and place of birth. 

The following method offers a rough guide to your rising sign. 

Find out what time the Sun rose on the day you were born, 

deducting one hour if daylight saving was in effect.

The rising sign relates to your early experiences of life and the things 

that influenced you in childhood. You may behave—and even 

look—more like your rising sign than your Sun sign. The following 

is a brief outline of the effects of the rising signs; the section on 

your Western Sun sign (in the ‘A-Z of Astrology” chapter) has extra 

information about the character of the sign that is rising. 

Aries rising Your outer manner is quiet and reserved, 

Taurus rising You have a calm outer manner, but with seething emotions 

beneath, and you may be possessive. 

Gemini rising You may be friendly and intelligent, but you often feel like 

an outsider. 

Cancer rising You have a responsible attitude and are good to your family. 

Leo rising You are attracted to glamorous situations and unusual 

people or careers. 

Virgo rising You are overly self-critical. 

Libra rising You are attractive and charming but can tend toward laziness. 

Scorpio rising You have poor relationships until you find the right lover. 

Sagittarius rising You need freedom and space, 

Capricorn rising You are cautious in love and with money. 

Aquarius rising You are intelligent and tend to be drawn to an unusual 

lifestyle. 

Pisces rising You are partly practical, businesslike, organized, careful with 

money, and partly spiritual, mystical, and chaotic. 
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Chinese Horoscopes 

Chinese astrology provides useful insights into our individual 

characters, strengths, and weaknesses, and helps us understand 

how we relate to others. It is a method that accesses ancient Chinese 

wisdom and culture to determine the likely success and challenges 

in any of life’s experiences—marriage, travel, having children, career, 

and health. 

You need only a date and time of birth to be able to determine 

and analyze the following crucial elements of your Chinese 

astrology profile: 

• The traits provided by the animals ruling the date and time 

of birth 

• The energies present (yin or yang) 

• The set of natural and dominant elements 

The origins of Chinese astrology go back many thousands of years, 

and are steeped in ancient Chinese culture and philosophy. The 

ancient Chinese placed great importance on astrology, using it to 

shed light on individual personalities and make predictions for 

people about likely compatibilities before they plunged into 

business, marriage, friendship, and parenthood. The local astrologer 

was often an esteemed and trusted counselor, and his advice was 

taken seriously. 

Chinese astrology was originally based on the movement of the 

seven stars of the Dipper, plus the Pole star and Vega, and on the 

cycles of the planets Jupiter and Saturn. Buddhist monks used 

astrology to make predictions for their followers. However, at one 

point a series of repressive emperors outlawed astrology As they 
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were not allowed to use star names, the monks found other ways 

of incorporating the horoscope system into the calendar and 

numerology system that was already in use, and that was acceptable 

to the emperors—they developed the now-famous animal signs. 

These simplified the previous system and made it more accessible. 

The names of the signs and elements vary a little from place 

to place; they also reflect the differences in nationality of the 

nineteenth-century Europeans, who translated the system into 

their own languages. Here are the main differences: 

• Rat, Mouse 

• Ox, Buffalo 

• Rabbit, Hare, Cat 

• Snake, Serpent 

• Sheep, Goat 

• Rooster, Cockerel, 

Hen, Chicken 

• Pig, Boar 

• Wood, Tree 

• Earth, Soil 

• Metal, Gold, Iron 

The animal signs used in Chinese astrology, and their order, 

astrologically, have their basis in Buddhist legend. The legend says 

that when the great Buddha found enlightenment and was ready to 

leave the Earth, he invited all the land’s creatures to his kingdom so 

that he could say farewell to them before his departure. Only twelve 

animals arrived, in this order: the Rat, the Ox, the Tiger, the Rabbit, 

the Dragon, the Snake, the Horse, the Sheep, the Monkey, the 

Rooster, the Dog, and finally the Pig. 

The order in which the animals arrived at Buddha’s side helps us 

understand some of their characters. The legend tells of a great river 

that all the animals had to cross just before reaching Buddha. The 

first to arrive at the river were the Rat and the Ox. The Rat 

immediately saw that he needed the Ox’s assistance to cross the 

raging river and asked the Ox for a lift on his back. The Ox agreed. 

On reaching the other side, the smart-thinking Rat sprang from the 

Ox’s back and raced up the riverbank so that he would be the first 

to arrive and, therefore, the first to be honored by Buddha. The 

hardworking Ox came in second.

To thank the animals for answering his call, Buddha decided to 

celebrate each of them. Their reward was that each New Year would 

be celebrated in their honor. Accordingly, in every twelve-year cycle, 

each of the twelve animals is celebrated in turn. This means that 

people born during a specific year will be influenced, in terms of 

personality and life events, by the animal that the year celebrates. 

THE FULL SYSTEM 

The full Chinese astrology system is called “the Four Pillars” or 

“the Four Emperors.” It incorporates animal signs, elements, yang 

and yin, and the I Ching. It relies upon the time, place, day, month, 

and year of birth, and it is extremely complex. This system requires 

the use of a special logbook called the “Universal or Perpetual 

Calendar.” It is only available in Chinese, having never been 

properly translated into English. 

One way of working with Chinese astrology is to start with the 

animal sign governing your year of birth—look up the Chinese Year 

Chart on pages 19—21 to see which it is. This is your dominant sign. 

You can then figure out your animal sign for the month of your 

birth. The traits of the animal ruling the month you were born in 

provide a more detailed analysis of your personality in intimate 

relationships (see the table on page 18). Next, figure out your hourly 

animal sign (see the table on page 18). This is your ascendant 
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animal sign, and it will tell you about your secret self. The traits of 

the animal sign governing your year of birth will describe your 

personality. This is the personality that others see—the one you 

show to the world. However, this can be moderated by the traits of 

the animals ruling your month and time of birth. 

Figuring out your yearly animal sign 

Each of the twelve animals of Chinese astrology has distinct 

personality traits associated with it. These traits are transferred to 

those born in the year governed by that animal. 

Ruling year of birth = Dominant sign 

Unlike the Western system, which records time in solar years—a 

solar year is the Earths 365-day rotation around the Sun—-the 

Chinese system measures time in lunar years, which follow the 

Moons orbit around the Earth. The Chinese New Year falls on a 

different date every year, but always in January or February. If you 

were born during these months, consult the Chinese Year Chart to 

find out which animal dominates the year you were born in. 

Figuring out your monthly animal sign 

The Chinese monthly system starts the year with the month of 

February, which is around the time of the Chinese New Year. The 

original system would have run from February 4, which is the 

“imperial” New Year’s Day, with each month starting on the fourth, 

but modern astrologers usually work from the first of each month. 

Ruling month of birth = Love sign 

The traits of the animal sign governing your month of birth (see the 

table on page 18) will reveal your character in intimate relationships. 

Knowing these traits will help you create a more detailed profile of 

yourself, which will, in turn, enable you to find a compatible 

partner in any intimate situation. 
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Figuring out your hourly animal sign 

The animal sign ruling over the time of your birth 

is your ascendant sign. Like the element that 

governs your year (see pages 

22-23), your ascendant sign 

modifies the characteristics of your 

dominant sign. The ascendant sign 

indicates your hidden self. This is the 

way you perceive yourself; it is the 

side you will conceal from others. 

The ancient Chinese broke the day into two-hour segments, 

each of which is ruled by one of the animal signs; if you know 

what time you were born, you can find out which is your hourly 

sign from the table below. If you were born during daylight saving, 

deduct one hour from your time of birth. If you are not sure which 

of two signs you come under, read both.

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YOUR RULING ELEMENTS 

Life is said to revolve around the dynamic interaction of the five 

earthly elements—wood, fire, earth, metal, and water. Just like each 

of the twelve animals of the Chinese zodiac, each element is 

associated with specific character traits. Wood is idealistic, fire is 

intellectual and enthusiastic, earth is practical, metal is determined 

and stubborn, and water is artistic, communicative, and businesslike. 

Each animal sign has a natural element that influences its core 

traits. In addition, each animal is also influenced by the element 

governing its year—this provides five distinct personality types 

within each animal group (see Chinese Year Chart on pages 19-21). 

The element governing the year of birth is the dominant element. 

The dominant element’s influence on each animal results in five 

distinct personality types for each animal. Hence there is, in

Following the Ganzhi Lunar Calendar, the Chinese record time in 

sixty-year cycles. They believe that a full life is lived over a sixty- 

year period, Hence the 60th birthday is widely celebrated in China, 

as it is seen as the point at which wisdom is achieved. This 

ensures that each element governs and influences each animal 

sign only once during a life cycle. For example, Water Rats were 

born in the lunar years of 1912 and 1972—a span of sixty years. 
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Combining East and West 

By combining the traits of your Chinese and Western zodiac 

signs, you can obtain a more detailed profile of your character; 

this could identify unique subtleties that may help you understand 

your communication style and improve your chances of success in 

relationships and careers. 

While the Chinese and Western astrology systems differ, there 

are some key similarities. Each system: 

• has twelve core signs, often represented by an animal; 

• divides the twelve signs into four groups of three, to highlight 

compatibility; and 

• relies on elements (earth, fire, water, etc.) to reveal the differences 

between members of each animal sign and commonalities 

between signs. 

Here are some of the fundamental differences: 

THE CHINESE SYSTEM 

This is based on a sixty-year life cycle, within which one of the 

twelve animal signs, matched every year with one of the five 

elements, rules for a whole lunar year: 

12 signs x 5 elements = 60 

Each animal sign has both a primary and a dominant element 

influencing its traits. 

THE WESTERN ZODIAC 

This zodiac does not have a “life cycle”; the system is a continuum. 

It is based on the solar year, where each sign rules for approximately 

thirty days of the 365-day year. Each sign is associated with only 

one primary element, of which there are four.

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Animal Totem Astrology 

The Native Americans are a diverse group of peoples. The 

Americas represent a large segment of the world’s landmass, 

and Native Americans have for centuries lived everywhere from the 

frozen north to as far south as the tropical jungles. Their religious 

beliefs and practices vary widely Some started out with a basis in 

astronomy and astrology, while others used geomancy, which is the 

study of landmarks, the marks of animals, and other indications on 

the surface of the land. 

The earliest forms of star-based astrology systems were Toltec 

and Mayan; these systems were later taken up by the Aztecs and, 

over time, some of this thinking moved northward. Nowadays, the 

mythology and astrology of the various Native American peoples 

have crystallized into a popular form of astrology 

Native Americans believe in personal communication with the 

Creator Spirit, and they receive most of their information through 

visions, often with the aid of a medicine man who is part healer 

and part clairvoyant. Native Americans also believe in the Earth 

Mother, who looks after the land, and they try to live in harmony 

with nature. Along the way, a study of the stars became 

incorporated into these beliefs. Some peoples would view an area 

of land several miles in diameter as an exact copy of one or 

more of the constellations. 

They also believe that all life on the earth, in the water world, 

and in the sky and heavens has a spiritual essence. All animals, 

plants, or minerals in these worlds have a spiritual core, a unique 

and intangible power. And all living things collectively form one 

Great Spirit-—the spirit of all life. They also 

believe that animals, fish, and birds hold 

great power-—power to communicate 

messages between the natural and the 

spiritual worlds. 

Native Americans believe the 

purpose of life for each individual is 

to find and keep to a particular 

spiritual path. This can only be 

achieved by living each day in conscious 

awareness of your thoughts, words, and 

deeds. Native Americans believe true harmony ' 
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personality. These parallels provide specific 

guidelines for maintaining optimal physical, 

emotional, and psychological health and for th 

Native Americans draw many parallels 

between the elements of earth, air, fire, and 

water, the seasons, and aspects of human 

in life comes from appreciating and paying 

homage to everything on the earth, in the 

water, and in the skies. 

medicine required if disease occurs. Their 

knowledge of nature and the seasons also enables 

Native Americans to make prophecies for the future of their people 

as a whole. 

In Native American tribal life, wise men, called shamans, have 

always been held in special reverence. Shamans are believed to 

have the power to-recognize the intricate relationship between the 

natural and supernatural worlds, and to draw conclusions for the 

person or group involved. 

For instance, by looking at each seasonal period and the 

particular animals, colors, stones, and plants that have an affinity 

with that period, shamans can accurately describe peoples character 

and purpose in life. This information can then be used as powerful 

medicine for individuals who are looking for advice on current 

troubles, and for supporting people on their life’s journey. 

THE BASICS OF ANIMAL TOTEM ASTROLOGY 

Native Americans drew many parallels between nature and the 

seasons and the elements of human personality They believed that 

the season in which you were born influenced your personality 

Animal totem astrology, as practiced by Native Americans in the 

past and today, is a system that associates a particular totem, which 

is an animal, fish, or bird, with a particular time of birth, season of 

birth, or element of nature. Each of the twelve signs also belongs to 

a clan that shares its element—Thunderbird for fire, Turtle for 

earth, Butterfly for air, and Frog for water. 

As with most systems, there are also variations—different 

peoples in the vast territory of the Americas have differing totems 

for time of birth, the seasons, and/or the elements. This dictionary 

presents the most common and widely known of the animal totems. 
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You will find the animal totem astrological system both relevant 

and useful no matter where in the world you were born or where 

you are living today The totems and affinities still hold their power 

regardless of your distance from the natural home of the Native 

Americans. Knowing your totem animal and the nature of the other 

totem animals will help you: 

• understand your own personality as well as your relationship 

with others, nature, and the earth and its seasons; 

• answer your questions about the path you are meant to travel in 

your life; 

• identify the totems and affinities that will support you and help 

you stay balanced, and that offer protection from harm; and 

• build rapport and maintain harmonious relationships with 

others. 

Knowing your animal totem can give you insight into your own 

nature. In times of trouble, associating yourself with the animal 

totems of other people will allow you to take on the characteristics 

of others and understand more about yourself. The twelve animal 

totems are: Snow Goose, Otter, Wolf, Hawk, Beaver, Deer, 

Woodpecker, Salmon, Brown Bear, Raven, Snake, and Owl. Details 

of each of these animal totems is explored in the A—Z section of this 

book. 

In the belief system of Native Americans, each animal totem is 

not complete unto itself; each relies on the others for wholeness and 

balance. Some totems complement others; some have an active 

energy flow, others a receptive energy flow, for example. 

This means that some signs are more introspective, others 

more outward looking. 

Apart from unique gifts and attributes, each animal totem 

also brings specific challenges to those born during its 

time. The attributes, gifts, traits, and challenges combine 

to outline each individual’s purpose in life. 
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THE MEDICINE WHEEL 

The Medicine Wheel is part compass and part 

wheel of fortune, and it moves through the seasons, 

through lifetimes, and through good times and bad. 

The full Medicine Wheel is a large, round, pictorial 

almanac that shows the movement of the seasons, 

planets, and constellations during the course 

of the year. All cultures use wheels and 

circles to denote the passage of the stars 

around the Earth, and thus the passage of 

time, seasons, and the events of our lives. 

Somewhere along the line, Native Americans 

moved from a lunar calendar to a Western calendar, so their totem 

signs now fit reasonably comfortably with our familiar Western 

ones. One difference is that the cycle starts at the solstice that 

occurs just before Christmas, rather than the equinox on March 21. 

The Native Americans associate each season with a compass 

point. North is winter, cold and dark, the time when the earth rests; 

the east brings dawning, awakening, and the spring; the south 

represents the height of summer and the start of the harvest; and 

the west is the area of strong winds, cooler weather, and a time for 

hunting—or for war. Each season has a Spirit Keeper attached to it. 

The table opposite lists the core elements of the traditional 

Medicine Wheel. 

A note on the compass directions: They represent affinities with 

elements of life. North represents darkness and is hence associated 

with winter, whereas south represents light and is hence associated 

with summer, a time of long days. Animal totems with the direction 

north the winter totems—would be those with a more introspective, 

spiritual nature, as the coldness of the winter season would cause 

people to spend more time indoors and less time engaged in physical 

activities in the world outside. 
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Note also that the S at the center of the Medicine Wheel (see 

page 114) represents the never-ending flow of energy, the life force. 

The shamans use symbolic ornaments and totems to help 

individuals understand themselves and others. They have integrated 

all the seasonal birth times with their symbolic ornaments and 

totems in the Medicine Wheel. Using the Wheel, shamans 

demonstrate how harmony and balance among all elements of life 

on earth can be achieved. They can also show how everything has 

its place in tribal life and in the world of the land, seas, and skies as 

a whole. Ill fortune will come if the balance is disrupted. 

Each of the twelve birth times also provides distinct gifts and 

talents that a shaman can use to heal the troubles of his people. 

For example, people born during the dead of winter, that is, the 

cleansing time, are closely connected to the life spirit—they have 

prophetic powers and, at the very least, latent healing powers. A 

person in pain, either physically or spiritually, would be advised to 

spend time with someone born during the cleansing period. Also, 

at times when it is necessary to look ahead to the future to seek 

answers to present dilemmas, the tribal shaman will call on the 

totems and affinities of the cleansing period for assistance.

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Arabic Astrology 

The Arabs developed a form of astrology that is based on a 

circular chart and planets in much the same way that Western 

astrology is, but which then takes a completely different approach. 

This form of astrology is known to Western astrologers as the 

Arabic Parts, and in the Middle East as the Fortunes of Astrology 

Various Arabic astrologers worked on these 

fortunes. There are twenty-four fortunes that can 

be calculated for any individual. They each have 

a specific purpose and cover a particular aspect 

of a persons life. In 1029, an astrologer named 

Al-Biruni compiled a comprehensive list of the twenty-four 

fortunes—what they mean and how to 

calculate them. His book was only updated 

and properly translated into English in 1980, 

by an American astrologer named Robert 

Hurzt Granite. 

One of the most famous fortunes used 

in Arabic astrology is called the Part of 

Fortune. Also known as the Part of the Moon, it is the only fortune 

in common use by Western astrologers. The Part of Fortune shows 

how a person will make headway in life—how they will prosper 

materially and emotionally. 

The starting point for the calculation of each fortune is the exact 

degree of a persons rising sign at the time of their birth. This exact 

degree is known as the ascendant. After this, a series of formulas 

must be worked through to find each fortune. 
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To calculate the Part of Fortune for a daytime birth, add the 

position of the Moon to the position of the ascendant, then 

subtract the number of degrees between the Sun and Moon from 

the first figure: 

Ascendant + Moon - Sun 

This formula reverses for night births: The Moon’s position is 

subtracted from the ascendant, then the distance between the 

Moon and the Sun is calculated and added to the first number. 

The formula for the Part of Fortune for a nighttime birth is below: 

Ascendant - Moon + Sun 

Calculations for other fortunes are even more complicated, as they 

involve the ascendant, two planets, and the cusp of a particular 

astrological house. Some formulas are the same for day and night, 

but others are not. This kind of astrology requires a top-notch 

astrologer who either can handle the calculations with ease or has 

software that can do the job. 

There are many of these fortunes or Arabic parts, with names 

such as the Part of Goods, the Part of Brethren, the Part of 

Servants, the Part of Passion, the Part of Water Journeys, the Part 

of Imprisonment, the Part of Deception, and so on. Together, these 

fortunes provide guidance on every aspect of Arabic life. 
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Vedic Astrology 

Vedic astrology is practiced in India, 

Sri Lanka, and surrounding areas. 

It takes seven years to gain a degree in 

Vedic astrology in a good school in 

India. A knowledgeable Western 

astrologer can read a basic Vedic chart 

because the differences are not great, 

but beyond the basics, the two systems 

diverge. Vedic charts are usually square 

in shape, although some Indian astrologers also use round charts 

similar to those used in the West. 

One glaring difference is that Western astrologers use the 

tropical zodiac while Vedic astrologers use the sidereal (star) zodiac. 

The tropical zodiac starts at the spring equinox in the Northern 

Hemisphere, on March 21. This becomes the start of the sign of 

Aries; the rest of the signs follow, from Taurus through to Pisces. 

Vedic astrology is based on the constellations rather than the 

equinoxes, so it uses sidereal time rather than earth or calendar 

time. The constellations on which Vedic astrology is based have 

moved since the rules of Western astrology were originally laid 

down around 2,000 years ago—they have precessed backward 

through the zodiac. In Western astrology before the Christian era, 

the Earth was moving through the sign of Taurus to Aries, and 

entered the sign of Pisces at the start of the Christian era. We are 

now on the cusp of the sign of Aquarius. 

The rules for Vedic astrology, however, were laid down after the 

time of Christ, which means that if you were born in the Western 

sign of Libra, by Vedic astrology you would now be a Virgo. If you 

construct a Vedic chart for a time several hundred years in the 

future, your Sun sign would shift even further back, into Leo. 

Vedic astrologers don’t concentrate on the signs of the zodiac in 

the way Western astrologers do. Vedic astrology is more complicated, 

taking into account the exact degree of each planets position in the 

sky and many different ways of dividing and interpreting a chart— 

explaining this in detail is beyond the scope of this book. 

Modern Vedic astrology uses all ten planets, though some 

systems revert to the older form, which only uses the seven planets 

that people can see with the naked eye. The seven planets are the 
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Sun, the Moon, Mercury, Venus, Mars, Jupiter, and Saturn. The later 

discoveries—Uranus, Neptune, and Pluto—were eventually 

incorporated into both the Western and Vedic astrological systems. 

Vedic astrology is frequently used for predictive purposes, such 

as plotting the best time to start an enterprise or the best date for 

a marriage. One common form of character reading is for an 

astrologer to assess a child’s potential for a future career through 

the details of his or her chart. 

One major difference between Western and Vedic astrology is 

the use of a system called Nakshatras. This type of astrology is also 

called the Mansions of the Moon. The Mansions system turns up in 

some forms of Arabic astrology, in Chinese astrology, and in some 

ancient Romany types of astrology It predates our type of zodiac 

astrology by several centuries, though it is no longer used in 

Western astrology. 

There are twenty-seven mansions, each one named after a deity 

or traditional being. Each is a segment of a circle—a 13° 20' 

segment, to be exact. The first mansion starts from the beginning 

of the sidereal sign of Aries, which by our Western calendar starts 

around February 25. Once these mansions have been worked out, 

the Vedic astrologer inspects each one to see which planets are 

sitting in it and then examines the impact of those planets on the 

life and personality of the client. (The Arab and Chinese systems 

use twenty-eight divisions rather than twenty-seven.) 

Rough dates for these mansions have been worked out. Simply 

look up the month of your birth in this dictionary and you can read 

about what each mansion can tell you about your personality This 

is a rough guide—if your birthday falls close to the cusp (the point 

where two signs join) of two mansions, read both mansions.

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Mayan and Aztec Astrology 

The Mayans developed an early calendar, called the Solar 

Calendar, which contained eighteen lunar months, each of 

twenty days’ duration, with an additional five-day month tacked on 

at the end of the year for a total of 365 days. According to some, the 

Mayan calendar predicts that the world is due to come to an end in 

the year 2012! 

The Aztecs conquered the Mayans, but they also learned from 

them, adopting the Mayan Solar Calendar for agriculture. The 

Aztecs also developed their own calendar, called the Count of the 

Destinies, or the Destiny Calendar, which ran for 260 days. It was 

linked to various astronomical phenomena and was used for 

religious and ritual purposes, as well as for divination. Their 

divination was not the personal kind that we are familiar with; 

it was used to predict floods, harvests, drought, or war with 

neighboring nations. 

The Aztecs believed that the universe was controlled by gods 

whose powers shifted from one to another in a very delicate 

balance. This power was either reflected in the stars or kept in 

place by them, so any change in the cosmos was likely to lead to 

destruction of the Earth. In the Destiny 

Calendar, each segment of time was 

assigned to a god, and rituals were 

designed to keep these gods happy— 

one ritual, now very well known, was 

the sacrifice of preadolescent children. 

The Destiny Calendar consists of 

two continuous sequences, which can 

be imagined as two interlocking 

wheels, the first with thirteen numbers, 

the second with twenty symbols. Start 

the cycle with the number 1 on the first 

wheel and the first symbol on the 

second wheel, with the thirteen numbers running in sequence then 

continually repeating, and the twenty signs doing the same. The 

first number and the first symbol will thus match up every 260 

days (thirteen times twenty). 

There are two different Destiny Calendars, and they were used 

for different purposes: one was for religious life, the other for 
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general life. The Solar Calendar rotates in a fifty-two-year 

cycle vaguely reminiscent of the Chinese system— 

twelve signs that each rule one year and five elements 

that rule two years at a time, forming a repeating 

cycle. When the 260-day Destiny Calendar and t 

365-day Solar Calendar start on the same day, it 

then takes roughly fifty-two years for them to 

their beginning dates on the same day again. 

In the Aztec use of the Solar Calendar, each of the 

fifty-two years has a name. There are also thirteen-year 

eras that repeat the year names. The first of these is 

called Calli (one), the second, Tochtli (two), and so on. After 

fifty-two years (four times thirteen), the era name and the year 

name are the same. 

As if this is not confusing enough, each of the twenty symbols 

in the Destiny Calendar is assigned to a specific god, but some are 

also assigned to the thirteen Destiny Calendar numbers. Remember, 

we are dealing with a Solar Calendar of fifty-two years, as well as a 

Destiny Calendar that comprises two cycles, one with twenty days 

and another with thirteen days. Therefore, one day might be 

expressed as: 

18 Tecpatl Chalchihuitotolin - 9 Atl Xiuhtechuhtli 

In this case, the first name represents god number 18 on the 

Destiny Calendar and day number 9 on the Solar Calendar, but 

either name could turn up in other places on either calendar. 

Virtually every Central American civilization until the Spanish 

conquest adopted the Solar Calendar and the Destiny Calendar. The 

names varied from culture to culture, but the system was the same. 

The Solar Calendar is still used today in some parts of Mexico. 

One survivor of the Destiny Calendar is the name of the Aztec 

god of violent and sudden change, which is Huracan—the root of 

the word “hurricane.” 

Mayan and Aztec astrology were never used for personal 

character reading or personal predictions. 
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Celtic Astrology 

Trees figured strongly in pagan mythology all over northern 

Europe, and they were often worshiped, as different types of 

trees were associated with various ancient gods. The idea of 

bringing a Christmas tree into the house was encouraged by Queen 

Victorias German husband, Prince Albert; it provided a direct link 

to the earlier pagan beliefs that surround the winter solstice. 

It is likely that the idea of judging a persons nature and destiny 

by their type of Celtic tree comes from an ancient system that 

blended with an early form of solar and lunar astrology. The Celtic 

tree system contains forty-four signs, each of which has its own 

character. Most signs cover only a few days; the signs for the 

equinoxes and solstices each have only one day. These one-day 

signs were attached to pagan rituals that were performed at the 

turn of each seaso’n. 

There are twenty-three trees associated with the signs, so some 

trees rule more than one segment of the year, but differences in 

temperament are detailed for those born under the same tree signs 

during different seasons. It would be nice and neat if the Fir tree 

ruled the Christmas period, but according to Celtic astrology, it is 

the Apple that rules the winter solstice. 

The trees in this system seem to come from all over Europe and 

the Middle East; it is possible that the system arose in the Celtic 

areas of northwest Europe and traveled out and then back again, 

absorbing ideas from other parts of the continent. 

If you look up your birth month in the “A-Z of Astrology” 

section of this book you can read about what your tree can tell 

you about your personality.

Norse Runic Astrology 

The runes are letters of an ancient alphabet; 

individual letters were traditionally cut onto slices 

of wood or written on smooth pebbles. The word rune 

means “mystery,” “secret,” or “whisper,” and each rune 

has, in addition to its everyday meaning, esoteric 

meanings and properties attached to it. The runes originate in 

northern Europe and Scandinavia. They were devised by people 

from the Teutonic tribes, and their use spread into the Scandinavian 

Viking tribes and early Germanic ones, such as the Saxons. 

Tradition has it that the god Odm hung himself 

upside down from the sacred tree, Yggdrasil. He stayed 

like this for nine days, during which time he reached 

enlightenment. At this point, he discovered the runes 

lying among the roots of the tree, and he was led to 

understand their divinatory meanings and their alphabet. 

It is interesting to note that this is the only form of astrology that 

arises out of the need to devise an alphabet—most of the other 

astrological systems arose from the need to develop a usable 

calendar. Differences in the way the names of the runes are 

pronounced and spelled reflect whether the origin of the word is 

Teutonic, Saxon, or Norse/Viking. 

The meanings behind the runes are derived partly from the 

agriculture, weather, geography, and plant life of northern Europe 

and Scandinavia, and partly from the myths and legends 

surrounding pagan gods such as Thor, Freya, and Odm. 

Each rune sign runs for a period of two weeks. 

There are twenty-four runes in the alphabet, so this fits quite 

well into an annual system; the extra four weeks are taken up by the 

sign of Hagalaz, assigned to the Halloween period, and Jera, the 

sign associated with beginnings and endings, which encompasses 

Christmas and the period just before the New Year.

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OTHER ANCIENT SYSTEMS 

West African Astrology 

North Africa is home to Egyptian and Arab peoples, as well as to 

a number of other races, particularly along the periphery of the 

continent, where traders, colonists, slavers, and imported workers all 

settled. In these areas, writing and record keeping do exist—usually 

in Arabic. Most Africans who live in the countryside in the center 

and south of the continent still study the sky for weather patterns, 

inspiration, and divinatory purposes, and have no written language. 

West Africa has a tradition of geomancy similar to that used in 

ancient Egyptian sand reading. The shaman, or wise man, chooses 

a patch of ground at the approach to the village and outlines this 

with sticks in a form that resembles a miniature airstrip. Pieces of 

string are threaded across the strip overnight. The following 

morning the wise man inspects the area and studies the tracks 

made by animals walking over it during the night. 

The original ancient Egyptian method eventually became 

formalized and incorporated into zodiac astrology Napoleon 

Bonaparte, a great collector of occult knowledge, discovered a form 

of this, which became known as the Oracle of Napoleon. The 

designs used in the Egyptian method and those of the West African 

astrology system are very similar.

Ancient Egyptian 
and Israeli Astrology 

ANCIENT EGYPTIAN ASTROLOGY 

Many different forms of astrology were developed in Ancient Egypt, 

all predating the Western zodiac and rising sign system. One of the 

earliest was linked to the movement of the Moon—this lives on in 

an adapted form in Arabic astrology and Vedic astrology as the 

Mansions of the Moon. One slight difference between the two 

systems is that the Vedic uses twenty-seven lunar signs while the 

Arabic uses twenty-eight. Later forms of Egyptian astrology were far 

more like the Western zodiac system. 

THE THEBAIC CALENDAR 

Another system is the Thebaic Calendar. This calendar was used in 

the city of Thebes when the city was at the height of its power. The 

Thebaic system divides the ecliptic into ninety divisions, with four 

degrees each. Each of these had a little illustration, or hieroglyph, 

and each had its own meaning. 

HEBREW ASTROLOGY 

Hebrew astrology assigns letters of the Hebrew alphabet to each 

sign of the zodiac, as well as to each planet. The number of letters 

in the alphabet varies a little depending upon which tradition is 

used, but nineteen letters will cover the basics, corresponding to 

twelve signs plus the seven planets visible to the naked eye. These 

letters were mainly used in Hebrew numerology, which, like 

Chinese astrology, might have had its origins in the stars, planets, 

and constellations, but evolved over the years to become far more 

attached to numbers and their meanings.

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FENG SHUI AND CHINESE ASTROLOGY 

Feng shui specialists aim to maximize the energy flow 

throughout every space in a person’s environment. They do 

this by carefully considering such things as the direction, 

shape, and color of houses, gardens, rooms, doors, 

windows, and furnishings, and suggesting useful changes 

or additions. Knowledge of your dominant animal sign and 

corresponding element (see pages 17-21), and whether your 

animal sign is yin or yang, will assist feng shui specialists 

in making appropriate recommendations for you. 

The basis of Chinese astrology and feng shui is the 

concept of energy, or qi. The Chinese believe that all matter 

on earth—living creatures and empty space alike—is 

comprised of qi, which takes one of two forms, yang or 

yin. Yang energy is “masculine”—or positive—and is 

manifested as extroversion in the personality The yang, 

or active energy, rules the masculine characteristics of 

assertion, drive, ambition, originality, and the will to fight. 

Yin energy, in contrast, is “feminine”—or negative—and is 

manifested as introversion in the personality. The yin, or receptive 

energy, rules the feminine characteristics of nurturing, conserving, 

protecting, enduring, and continuing. 

The two forms of energy are opposites, but they are 

interdependent. If you consider warriors or inventors on one hand, 

and farmers and homemakers on the other, you will see how both 

yang and yin are necessary for humanity to change and progress 

(yang) and to continue and conserve (yin). 

The concept of yin/yang energy plays a central role in 

determining some common traits of, and potential for compatibility 

between, the twelve animal signs. Each of the twelve animals in 

Chinese astrology exhibits either yang or yin energy. This is the 

initial basis for differentiating between the animals and for 

determining their potential compatibility or conflict with others. 

BALANCING YIN AND YANG ENERGY 

Yang animals—the Rat, Tiger, Dragon, Monkey, Horse, and Dog- 

are the more naturally extroverted and physically active animals. 

They require specific yin-oriented features in their environment to 

promote rest, reflection, and rejuvenation. 
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Yin animals—the Ox, Rabbit, Snake, Sheep, Rooster, and Pig— 

are the more naturally introverted and physically passive animals. 

They require specific yang-oriented features in their environment to 

build their energy reserves and promote more activity. 

Sample yin features for yang animals Dark, wet, soft, cold, 

down, north, inward, receptive, curvy, round 

Sample yang features for yin animals Light, dry, hard, 

warm/hot, up, south, outward, creative, straight, angular 

Providing harmony through the elements Note your 

primary element, and also your dominant element, based on your 

year of birth (see the Chinese Year Chart, pages 19-21). 

The table below details some specific features identified with 

each element. By applying the features of your primary and 

dominant element(s) to your environment, you can promote a 

feeling of personal well-being. 

The elements flow in cycles, which can be either productive or 

destructive. In the productive cycle, the earth produces metal, metal 

contains water, water replenishes wood, wood helps fuel a fire, and 

fire aids earth. In the destructive cycle, earth muddies water, water 

quenches fire, fire melts metal, metal chops wood, and wood 

depletes the earth. 

The productive cycle: wood, fire, earth, metal, water 

Those who have a double element, i.e., where the primary and 

dominant elements are the same, need to reduce this buildup by 

applying the features of the element that can destroy it. 

The destructive cycle: wood, earth, water, fire, metal 

You can use the elements to balance the energies so that they are 

productive rather than destructive. For instance, if you have a primary 

element of earth and a dominant element of water—a combination 

that is usually considered destructive—include aspects of metal in 

your environment to help rebalance this dynamic.

NATIVE AMERICANS The earliest human inhabitants of North 

America. 

NATURAL ELEMENT In Chinese astrology, this is the element 

normally associated with each animal sign. 

PURE SIGN In Chinese astrology, this occurs when the same 

animal sign rules both the year and the time of birth. In animal 
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totem astrology, pure signs are animal totems for which the same 

element—air, earth, fire, or water—governs both the season and 

the birth time. Otter is pure air, Hawk is pure fire, and Woodpecker 

is pure water; no animal totem is pure earth. 

QUALITY The groups of signs in Western astrology that are 

cardinal, fixed, or mutable. Cardinal signs are go-getters, fixed signs 

uphold the status quo, and mutable signs bring change and closure. 

RECEPTIVE In Chinese astrology, like yin. In animal totem astrology, 

this energy is associated with the Moon and unconscious activity; 

linked to the elements of earth and water. The animal totems with 

either earth or water as their birth time element demonstrate 

receptive energy in their general behavior. 

RISING SIGN The sign of the zodiac that is rising where day is 

breaking. 

RUNES Letters of the Saxon, Teutonic, Viking, and Norse alphabets. 

The names of these vary according to which tradition is followed. 

SEASON ELEMENT In animal totem astrology, the element ruling 

the season in which a person is born; sometimes referred to as the 

“principal element.” 

SEASON TOTEM In animal totem astrology, the animal totem 

representing the season in which a person is born; sometimes 

referred to as the “directional totem.” 

SHAMAN A tribal wise man or holy man with the power and skills 

to interpret the messages between the spirit and natural worlds and 

among the animal, mineral, and plant kingdoms. 

SOLAR CALENDAR The Toltec, Mayan, and Aztec agricultural 

calendar. 

THEBAIC CALENDAR Ancient Egyptian astrology.
