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Chapter One 

What Is Astrology? 

Approaching the Millennium 
The year 2000 is upon us. It brings with it the close of a decade 

and century and the start of a new millennium. Much has been written 

about and speculated upon this milestone... from the prophecies of 

Nostradamus to the Book of Revelation to the superstitious fringe 

groups living in pockets of the United States. The pessimists and nay- 

sayers foresee destruction and doom; the optimistic and enlightened, 

a chance for peace and renewal. Depending on the perspective, it can 

represent the end... or the beginning. 

In its simplest terms, the millennium is nothing more than a thou- 

sand-year span of time. In astrological terms, approximately every 

2,000-to-2,500-year period represents an “‘age.” Each age is ruled by 

a sign of the Zodiac and has brought focus to a particular development 

of mankind. This can be demonstrated by archaeological discovery and 

recorded history. The earliest relevant age would be during the exis- 

tence of the caveman about ten thousand years ago in the Age of Leo. 

The beginning of Egyptian rule, Judaic law, and Oriental philosophy 

(the Tao) had their foundations set during the Age of Taurus (4000- 

2000 B.c. approximately). The Age of Aries (2000:B.c. to A.D. 1) brought 

aggression and advancement. Aries, a fire sign, ruled the age when 

ancient Greece was in its glory, Moses led the Jews out of Egypt, and 

Rome was building its vast empire. It was also an age of artistic and 

philosophical expression and discovery. The birth of Christ signified 
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the beginning of the Age of Pisces (A.D. 1-2000), the sign of fishes, a 

symbol equated with Christianity. The Pisces Age has given rise to 

religion, vision, and spirituality, and as the twelfth (and last) sign of 

the Zodiac, it brings a fusion and culmination of all that has come 

before it. 

Although the Fifth Dimension sang about it in the 1960s, only now 

are we actually experiencing the “dawning of the Age of Aquarius.” 

Technically, the Aquarian Age doesn’t begin until sometime after the 

year 2000, but its anticipation thirty years ago made for a hit record, 

the Broadway musical Hair, and the emerging hippie culture of peace 

and love. It was also the time when astrology was introduced to the 

masses. 
Baby boomers may recall, with either nostalgia or embarrassment, 

parading around in bell-bottoms and Nehru jackets asking ““What’s 

your sign?” of everyone they met. Most were probably unaware of 

what it meant to be a Pisces or Sagittarius—touting your sign was 
simply a way to be sociable and “groovy.” If anything was known of 

astrology, it was most likely the superficial personality traits of the Sun 

Signs and those with whom you were compatible. It was a time when 

horoscopes were read with tentative interest in the daily newspaper, 

trying to make the one-line prediction fit your life at that moment. (It 

brings to mind a routine by comedian Robert Klein about the vague- 

ness of the daily horoscope: ‘‘A good day to ask for a raise. Hmm... 

you know, if I fad a job, I would ask for a raise!’’) 

Then, sometime after the disco era in the late seventies/early eight- 

ies, as society traded in its polyester shirts and platform shoes for wool 

suits and briefcases, the world became more pragmatic and business- 

oriented. At the same time, the astrology craze waned and its leaders 

and aficionados silently retreated. The subject would pop up occa- 

sionally, however, usually in supermarket tabloids and daytime TV 

talk shows hawking ‘Predictions for the Year,” which primarily fo- 

cused on the fates of celebrities and politicians and, in retrospect, 
poorly at that. 

But now, as the Aquarian Age dawns, astrology is making a come- 

back. What was formerly classified as “‘occult’”’ has now become ‘‘New 

Age,” giving the mystical and spiritual a newfound air of intelligence 

and legitimacy. In fact, the nineties have become the decade of the 
New Age. 

Since the middle of the century, the world has undergone great and 

rapid advancement in communication, information, and technology. It 

is both exciting and frightening. As a result, people are searching for 
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stability and answers... for themselves, their loved ones, society, and 

the world in general. Be it through meditation, music, holistic living, 

or renewed interest in the family religion, the path to enlightenment 

and a quest for purpose is becoming clearer, and perhaps a little grid- 
locked, as the century comes to a close. The nineties are teaching us 

the responsibilities we must undertake, for ourselves and those around 

us, to reach the new century in a receptive, aware state. Aquarius is a 

sign that allows us to tap knowledge and to discipline ourselves. It is 

a mental sign seeking balance, and without balance there can be no 

growth—body, mind, and soul must function in unison. 

Astrology can offer knowledge. It can map for us those ways or roads 

that are most relevant and productive. The birth chart reveals the 
many facets of the individual, opening up the possibilities of one’s life 

for self-discovery, career, relationships, and other personal goals. It can 

make sense of the senseless or chaotic and provide structure, purpose, 

and, most valuably, promise. 

It has been said that when the student is ready, the teacher appears. 

For anyone with a candid interest or curiosity who wishes to explore 

and study the wondrous complexities of this ancient craft, this book 

exists to feed the mind, explore the past, present, and future of 

astrology, and offer insight and information on this complex and fas- 

cinating subject. It’s time to shed old and distorted impressions— 

astrologers do mor parade around in beads and caftans and have crystal 

balls—and to take a renewed look at this complex body of knowledge 

that has existed, been examined, and used since early man beheld the 

sky and stars above him. 

Through study of astrology, the millennium can prove to be a hope- 

ful and exciting time. It begins, simply, with an open and inquisitive 

mind. 

What Is Astrology? 
Astrology is both an art form and a science—the “science of pos- 

sibilities.”’ It deals with the effects that the planets (including the Sun 

and the Moon) have on the human being. The interaction between 

planets and a person born at a given time has been set into a system 

that explains, with accuracy, his potentials. A birth chart, or horoscope, 

is a personal road map that provides clear-cut and effective explana- 

tions for the challenges a personality undertakes. 

Astrology has withstood the test of time and, as a result, has 
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embodied and undertaken the delineation of human nature. The con- 

figuration of symbols and signs in a birth chart can help to time and 

understand events in your life. It provides insight into relationships, 

family, career, and, most importantly, the potentials and limitations of 

an individual. 
Astrology deals with both mental and physical maturation. It holds 

the key to the correction of attitudes that affect your life. The objec- 

tive in studying and understanding astrology is to provide and produce 

self-awareness. It is extremely difficult to attain full self-awareness, 

but the rewards bring harmony and balance into our lives. Awareness 

of ourselves ultimately enhances our objectivity about life and how 

we relate to and interact with others. Astrology is an excellent diag- 

nostic tool that can assist us in achieving the desired objectivity. 

The History of Astrology 
The history of astrology is as old as the history of man. The need 

to relate to the cosmos was common to all ancient civilizations. Some 

bits and pieces of artifacts that predate recorded history were used in 

rituals for the worship of the heavenly bodies. Early man needed to 

place himself within the context of the vast universe. He was a tireless 

observer who was aware of his vulnerability. 

The high priest or priestess was the selected person who would 

devote his or her life to the study and/or practice of this knowledge. 

It was serious business as the entire culture depended on such a per- 

son, as in the case of the Native American medicine man. 

The genesis of astrology is unknown, but all cultures claim it. The 

I Ching of the Chinese has astrology based on Moon cycles. The Kab- 

balah represents the work of the Jewish mystics. Egypt has left mon- 

uments to its astrological practices, as have the Islamic world and the 
cultures of ancient Greece and Rome. Even Europe collected, and 

held in high position, astrological knowledge, clear to the Middle Ages. 

Astrology as a mystical science represents the development of the 

human psyche. This body of knowledge grows and changes as the 

human being undergoes his evolution. The notion that astrology is a 

religion has led many to fear and misunderstand this. excellent diag- 

nostic tool. Astrology has coexisted with the dogmatic faiths for cen- 

turies without difficulty. The Torah does not deny the Kabbalah, but 

confirms it. The I Ching doesn’t contradict the Tao, but enhances it. 

The political/religious developments throughout Europe during and 
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after the Middle Ages put astrology underground. The great astrologer 

and clairvoyant Michel de Nostradamus wrote his prophecies in meta- 

phoric quatrains, using a language that combined Latin and old 

French, as a subterfuge to avoid being accused of heresy by the 

church. This is when the infamous side of astrology was born. This 

powerful tool became used as a weapon. This knowledge gave the 

advantage to those who used it for personal gain. During World War 

II, Adolf Hitler used astrologers in hopes of outsmarting the Allies; 

little did he know the Allies were using astrologers to outflank him. 

This selfish motive backfired, since ‘‘service to others” is a prepos- 

session that an astrologer should not violate. 

The introduction of psychiatry into modern culture relegated as- 

trology to being a “poor relation.’’ Psychiatrists have undertaken the 

study of human nature and, in so doing, have coined a language that 

has expanded the definitions of planets and circumstances found in a 

chart. One cannot help but see the approaching union between these 

two sciences. 

Carl Jung, the renowned Swiss psychologist and student of Sigmund 

Freud, took astrology seriously. He philosophically separated from 

Freud as he studied the subject and pursued psychology on a separate 

and independent level. He believed in “‘synchronicity,’’ which is the 

concept that certain events on Earth, both global and personal, coin- 

cide in time with similar planetary relations in astronomy. Jung coined 

the terms collective unconscious and archetypes, which also describe the 

purpose and significance of astrology. Michel Gauquelin, a French psy- 

chologist, studied and wrote of how the positions of the planets in a 

birth chart reflected the personality and profession of an individual. 

The contributions to astrology are endless. This ancient body of 

knowledge is vast and, when properly used, can provide an insight 

into the personality like no other tool. As we enter the Aquarian Age, 

the quest will be to discover our authentic personalities, not just live 
with the ones constructed for us. It is a time for enlightenment so that 

we may avoid the mistakes of the past. 

Predestination Versus Free Will 
The discussion of predestination versus free will has a long history. 

The school of thought that states that we are wholly responsible for 

our actions cannot explain the many occurrences that are out of context 

in our lives. The construction and study of an astrological chart directs 
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and points out the objectives and goals of our lives. It is quite easy to 

foresee or experience a transit—a planet that triggers another planet 

restricts us to that phase or lesson. The response can occur at three 

levels, depending on one’s spiritual development: at the physical level, 

with all its obvious manifestations; at the emotional level, subjecting 

ourselves to psychic traumas; or at the theoretical level, where one 

can, through love and patience, transcend the growing pains experi- 

enced. 

When this knowledge is placed within the framework of a chart, 

the planets and the signs in their given houses can be seen as an 

inevitable lesson. The empty houses represent free will. How free? 

The opportunity to use empty houses is important, particularly when 

part of a tee square. In that configuration, there will be leakage, wasted 

energy, or perhaps an opportunity to untangle the difficulties of such 

a hard aspect. 

Astrology accepts the concept that we choose our parents, our eco- 

nomic level, our race, and in our collective unconscious, the knowledge 

of past lives. This “‘package”’ of choices is for the purpose of advancing 

our souls. Sometimes we must also go back in order to undo past 

mistakes. By doing so, we progress to the next level of development. 

This opportunity for advancement can be disrupted by a personality 

that changes in midstream. For example, the alcoholic or drug abuser 

drops out and stops his chart, just as surely as a suicide does. But these 

merely act as delays. The individual will come back and repeat that 

life until he has overcome the action. Each time he will face the value 

of life and living in various modes. 

Although a case can be made for predestination, the recognition of 

man’s will figures strongly into the equation. A great sadness is suf- 

fered when the will is broken. The difficulty that such a person ex- 

periences sometimes leads to heights of accomplishment; yet in 

another person, it becomes his undoing. In the end, each person must 

balance his life. He must strike when it is in his power to do so and 

allow the universe to take over when it is out of his hands. 
As stated time and time again within astrological circles, ““The stars 

incline, they do not compel.”

Chapter Two 

Elements of Astrology 

The Zodiac 
The Zodiac is a belt of fixed stars that circle the Earth. The cor- 

relation between these stars, the seasons, and human behavior has 

evolved into the study of astrology. 

‘The Zodiac is made up of twelve constellations, or signs, each hold- 

ing thirty degrees. Each of these signs spans about a four-week period 

within a calendar year. The latitude and longitude of the birth chart 

will alter the number of degrees in a house or, for that matter, the sign 
that appears in a given house. This backdrop of stars for the travel of 

the Sun Sign describes its archetype. As in astronomy, the positions 

of clustered stars define the various constellations seen in the sky, and 

these have been given names based upon the patterns they make. 

Each of the twelve signs of the Zodiac reflects its corresponding an- 

cient constellation. 

The symbols or “glyphs” that have been assigned to the constel- 

lations have varied points of origin. Egypt, ancient Greece, China, and 

India have influenced the system that is now used as a shorthand. The 

study of ancient cultures will enrich the knowledge of the Zodiac, as 

these constellations and symbols were not born out of a simplistic 

“look at the sky,” but out of a need in each culture for man to un- 

derstand his place in the scheme of creation. As each planet moves 

through the Zodiac, it travels from sign to sign, where it takes on a 

different trait in each placement.

The Planets 
The field of astrology is influenced by ten planets, which include 

the Sun and the Moon (which are not really planets but, respectively, 

a star and a satellite of Earth). These planets, and their relationship 

to Earth and their individual transits, are studied to determine the 

personalities and potentials of every individual. The planets are basi- 

cally raw energy. We are affected by such energy in the way we either 

choose or choose not to respond to it.

Since the Sun, Moon, Mercury, Venus, and Mars move quickly and 

are in close proximity to each other, they are considered “personal 

planets.” ‘These planets take within two years to complete their orbits 

and therefore have a more personal and noticeable impact on our lives. 
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Jupiter and Saturn are “‘viewpoint planets.” Their orbits span a 
greater length of time and impact the transition of decades upon our 
lives. 

Uranus, Neptune, and Pluto are outer, or ‘‘transpersonal,”’ planets. 

This group of planets has a more generational rather than personal 
influence. 

The placement of planets in a birth chart and their changing posi- 

tions thereafter are what give depth to a horoscope, taking it further 

beyond the analysis of the Sun Sign. 

RETROGRADE PLANETS 

A retrograde action is a planet slowing down. In contrast to the 

velocity of Earth, it appears to be going backward. No planet ever 

goes backward or leaves its orbit. It is always moving forward. The 

apparent backward motion of a retrograde is simply the loss of velocity. 

The Sun and Moon never go into retrograde motion. 

Retrograde planets represent work that must be achieved in this 

lifetime because it was not accomplished or reconciled in a past life. 

The Houses 

As the Earth completes one full rotation in a twenty-four-hour day, 

the whole Zodiac passes over it. As the signs divide the Zodiac into 

twelve four-week segments of the year, the houses divide it into 

twelve two-hour periods of the day. The first house, which begins 

approximately at dawn, rests on the ascendant or eastern horizon. Each 

house represents a different facet of life as well as personal and public 

conditions.

First House—The first house cusp represents the first cardinal point. It 
is the entrance of the ego and deals with the self. When there are 

planets in this house, it indicates that you must reconcile your ego. If 

there are no planets there, it indicates that there is no ego problem. 

The first house is also the house of your ascendant or rising sign, 

as well as your ego. It represents your appearance, your best foot for- 

ward, and what you project to others. It represents your personality 

and your outlook.

The sixth house represents your own ambitions as well as service 
to others.

The Natural Zodiac 
The “natural”? Zodiac begins with Aries, which coincides with the 

vernal equinox or first day of spring. Aries appears on and rules the 
first cusp (ascendant) and house of the natural Zodiac, which, when 

placed on a “wheel,” appears on the eastern horizon. 
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The Natural Zodiac 

Hemispheres 
The lower or southern hemisphere, which goes from Aries to Can- 

cer to Libra, has a significance in a chart. The signs of this hemisphere 

tend to be primitive. These houses are involved with introspection, so 

when planets are placed in this hemisphere, it means that, sooner or 

later, you will go through introspection. 

From Aries to the north position of Capricorn to Libra is the upper 
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or northern hemisphere. The signs of this hemisphere tend to be com- 

plex. The houses here are more outward and extroverted. When plan- 

ets are placed in this hemisphere, you will interact with others.

Ascendant, Midheaven, Descendant, and Nadir 
The significant points in the cycle of each day are when the Sun 

rises, culminates, sets, and anticulminates. 

‘The ascendant appears on the cusp of the first house, occurring at 

sunrise. This position reflects your personality and who you are to the 

outside world. 

The midheaven, or medium coeli (MC), is reached at around noon 

and occupies the highest point of a chart. Embodied in that position 

is a reflection of what you have become and how you are perceived 

and judged by the world. 

‘The descendant point occurs when the Sun has reached the sunset 

position. 
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At midnight, the Sun reaches the nadir position, or imum coeli (IC), 
which is the lowest point, directly opposite the midheaven. 

Crosses (Quadruplicities or Modes) 
When the circle of the natural Zodiac is squared, it creates four 

segments, each segment having a particular value and area of devel- 
opment: 

Ist segment = the development of the ego 

2nd segment = the development of intuition and awareness 

of the self 

3rd segment = reflection and objectivity 

4th segment = karma 

The division of the circle into four segments produces crosses that 

are significant to our emotional and spiritual development. Crosses, 

also referred to as quadruplicities or modes, are four signs in opposi- 

tion. An opposition is an opportunity for objectivity. It allows you to 

see someone else’s side of the picture in balance with your own per- 

spective. In astrology, there are three kinds of crosses. 

CARDINAL CROSS 

The points from Aries to Libra and Capricorn to Cancer create a 

cardinal point or cardinal cross. This is the first of the three crosses or 
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quadruplicities. Cardinal, in Latin, means “‘hinges of the door.” These 

four points are extremely important in the development of the psyche 

because cardinal represents the beginning, the opening of the door to 

a new path. These four points work toward initiating something, 

whether it be the evolution of a personality or a soul. 

Cardinal signs tend to be initiators by nature. They are champions 

of causes that can benefit their fellow man.

FIXED CROSS 

The fixed cross is commonly called the “cross of the soul.’”’ The 
four signs of the fixed cross are Taurus, Leo, Scorpio, and Aquarius. 
These signs have a tendency to be inflexible, particularly in their opin- 
ions. 

The fixed signs carry an innate fear of rejection and a morbid dread 
of change. They find it difficult to alter emotions and also hold 
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grudges. To evolve spiritually and maintain their physical well-being, 
they must find methods of release and heal old wounds. 

MUTABLE CROSS 

The third cross is the mutable cross or ‘the common cross.” It 
represents whether your paths—your chosen paths—have any value 

or if you have outgrown them. 

The four signs of the mutable cross are Gemini, Virgo, Sagittarius, 
and Pisces. The mutable signs are usually flexible and adaptable by 

nature. But they are also volatile, changeable, and inconsistent and 

need to handle things in a healthy way in order to avoid detrimental 

effects on the central nervous system. 

In esoteric astrology, where the concept of past lives is addressed, 

the mutable cross is usually indicative of lifetimes spent in churches 

or as men (or women) of the cloth. As a result, mutable signs often 

carry a sense of inhibition and introspection. 

The Elements (Triplicities) 
The elements, also referred to as triplicities, represent a method of 

operation for the Sun Sign. There are four elements—fire, earth, air, 
and water—with three Sun Signs in each element. 

Fire—The three fire signs are Aries, Leo, and Sagittarius. Fire repre- 

sents the will. The will is the spirit within an individual. It is enthu- 

siastic, directed energy.

Earth—The three earth signs are Taurus, Virgo, and Capricorn. Earth 

represe and that which is solid and tangible.

They 

have an innately. suspicious,attitude,.toward.the.unseen, so they rely 
on their senses—touch, taste, smell, sight, and hearing —for confir-

Air—The three air signs are Gemini, Libra, and Aquarius. Air repre- 

sents concepts, ideas, and abstract expression. ‘These concepts are ex- 
pressed through many forms—painting, sculptuse, writing, and the 

like. Air signs are idea people. They are involved with their ideas but 

not with their cMomons.. 
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Water—The three water signs are Cancer, Sgespie, and Pisces. Water 

has been noted as a difficult but potentially wonderful element. Water, 

unlike any of the other elements, Jacks, consistency. It will take the 

form and shape of the vessel that holds it.

BALANCE OF ELEMENTS 

If you take the ten planets in your chart and make note of the signs 

in which they are placed, you can then determine the balance of the 

four elements. Having one or no planets in any element indicates a 

lack; having four or more planets in any element indicates an abun- 

dance. 
It is interesting to note that when a person is lacking an element 

in his chart, he will invariably be attracted to someone who possesses 

that which he lacks. 

Lack of Fire/Too Much Fire—The lack of fire indicates a broken will. This 
person is vulnerable because lacking fire indicates that he doesn’t have 

a joie de vivre, the challenge or the enthusiasm that makes life won- 

derful. His quest in life is to devise a method by which he can display 

his will. 

Having too much fire creates a tenacious individual. His willfulness 

and inflexibility cast an overbearing attitude over every challenge he 

encounters. This quality is difficult on relationships because this in- 

dividual’s will to do as he sees fit can stampede over somebody else’s 

life. 

Lack of Earth/Too Much Earth—A lack of earth signs creates an insecurity. 

This person does not feel grounded and lacks the consistency needed 

to produce mastery. He usually loses faith in what he is doing and 

doesn’t turn the corner to see success on the other side. This is the 

individual who can quit just before he wins. 

Too much earth produces a self-reliance and security that borders 

on laziness. This individual is constructive and confident in his work 

and other practical activities so that he provides himself with the se- 

curity he needs. However, this can be an unimaginative individual who 

although consistent, successful, and a potentially good earner will not 

be the type who will venture into any type of speculation or risk.

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Lack of Air/Too Much Air—If air is lacking in a chart, it produces a need 
for learning and a search for concepts. This individual is considered a 

borderline genius—his quest for knowledge ultimately produces a 

bright, intelligent person. . 
Too much air in a chart creates a woolly headed individual who 

spins ideas and concepts, but doesn’t get anything up off the drawing 

board. There is too much thought and not enough action to complete 

or conquer anything. 

Lack of Water/Too Much Water—An individual who lacks water in his 

chart is unable to feel for or understand the feelings of others. He 

therefore creates emotional scenes to produce sensations, making him 

callous and unapproachable. 

Too much water, on the other hand, cripples a person because he 

becomes soaked—literally inundated by his emotions. This individual 

is not just overwhelmed by his own emotions, but is stimulated by the 

emotions of others, leaving himself vulnerable and his emotional en- 

ergy and resources sapped. 

Balanced Elements—The individual with a relatively balanced chart (any 

combination of 3/2/3/2) is going to revert to his own needs in a crisis. 

He will find his own equilibrium and then take action. 

COMBINATIONS OF ELEMENTS 

Many charts display a predominance of two elements. The combi- 

nation of these elements will impact the motivations and actions of an 

individual. 

Fire/Air—All fire and air signs are masculine, so the high concepts of 

air and the will of fire make for a masculine, forward-moving individual 

who can promote his concepts and ideas. This individual might have 

strong verbal ability, as in the case of a lawyer, or might have an op- 

timistic, almost humorous attitude about life. 

Water/Earth—This is an easy combination. When water and earth are 

emphasized, there is an ability to harness the power of emotions. Earth 
confines, which gives structure and form to water and hence, emotions. 

The result is a creativity that allows water/earth to be expressive and 

artistic. 
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Air/Water—The air/water combination is challenging because these 
two elements are in direct nape 4 each other. Earth is passive 

and feminine; air is masculine 1 ually aggressive, The en- 

ergies that “each projects are so —— different that when these 

elements combine, they begin to. create..odd..combinations. At the 
most positive level, an air/water combination can deyelop a.type of of 

feeling/intuition that can lead to some degree of. comfort. When the

Once the p physical ‘and psychological difficulties ora by ec in- 

congruous elements are overcome, this combination can produce an 

imaginative and genuinely creative individual with specialized skills 

who can deal with people effectively and be involved in the healing 

arts. 

Earth/Aiv—The combination of earth and air creates a contradictory 

push/pull. Earth is grounded and tangible while air is lofty, rising 

above everyday circumstances. When these elements combine, they 

create an individual who has one foot in each camp and is not quite 

sure who and what he is and how he is supposed to operate. When a 

harmony is achieved between earth and air, it develops the ability to 

sort out those concepts and notions that are of value. Since air pro- 

duces a lot of ideas, earth will take these ideas and give them structure 

and balance. 

An earth/air person tends to distrust impulses and emotionalism— 

he thinks in a broad but concise way. This is an individual who can 

distribute wealth, commodities, and materials and who will work hard 

to take care of everyone he loves. 

Fire/Water—The combination of fire/water is extremely combustible. 

When water is heated by fire, it bubbles and boils. This is a person 

who becomes impulsive, who takes his feelings and puts action behind 

them, whether right or wrong. Logic is overshadowed by emotion. 

The individual with this combination is extremely sensitive and 

worried about what others think. He has a need to sell himself and 
explain to the world who he is and what he is about. He suffers emo- 
tional swings because there is a conflict between water’s need for se- 
curity—needing to hang on and bond—and fire’s ego, which simply 
wants to go forth. 
With discipline, this conflict can be conquered and this individual 
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can accomplish a great deal because he is able to express emotion 

without losing perimeters. At his worst, however, this person is a little 

firecracker, exploding all over the place because of deep, internal frus- 

tration. It is difficult to control these mood swings, and they can lead 

to troubled relationships. 

Earth/Fire—The combination of earth and fire results in what noted 

astrologer Zipporah Dobyns referred to as the steamroller. This indi- 

vidual has enormous drive and a need to take action. He will either 

spring into action over an idea or, if he discovers that it has no practical 

value, completely eliminate it. The creative energy of fire mixed with 

the plotting and planning of earth is a successful combination. This 

person can take a small business and turn it into a large, successful 

business. He possesses enormous faith and patience in all undertak- 

ings, believing that everything planned and acted upon will eventually 

be realized. 

On the other hand, if the energy created by the earth/fire combi- 

nation is not disciplined, the negative side of the steamroller is the 

individual who will challenge and trample on the ideas of others. He 

must learn to accept that there are different ways of doing things and 

that different doesn’t necessarily mean better or worse, right or wrong. 

His productivity is admirable but his sensitivity needs to be improved. 

Groups 
The signs of the Zodiac can also be classified in groups—emotional, 

intellectual, and theoretical. Each group consists of four signs, one of 

each element—fire, earth, air, and water. 

The Emotional Group—There are four signs in the emotional group— 
Aries, Taurus, Gemini, and Cancer—which are also the first four signs 

of the Zodiac. Signs of the emotional group are unable to control their 

emotions before speaking or acting. Even when they strive to handle 

things at an intellectual level, their emotions come through. If the 

signs of this group begin suppressing their emotions, psychosomatic 

illnesses will develop. 
The emotional group must learn to displace emotions; to think and 

then react. This is the “I” group. Its objective is to learn to identify 

the self. 
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The Intellectual Grou sroup—The intellectual group consists of Leo, Virgo, 

Libra, and Sc Scorpio, which are the four middle signs of the Zodiac. 
This group takes its thinking, responses, and emotions and filters 

everything through intellect, The signs in this group tell you how they 

think, not how.they,.feel, because they don’t have contact..with..their_ 
feelings. They disassociate themselves. from. their emotions in order to 

‘intellectualize. 

This group has to be.taught.to,stop.thinking and to.act, Otherwise, 

they’ll sit and pontificate on the ramifications of everything without 

ever responding or moving. 

The intellectual group is the “‘we” group. They are concerned.swith 
others, they have os geepen mei! else’s ego is involved in 

this intellectualizing. They can take things from their head, filter them 

through the gut, and succeed for the benefit of themselves and others. 

The Theoretical Group—The theoretical group includes the signs of Sag- 

ittarius, Capricorn, Aquarius, and Pisces, the last four signs of the Zo- 

diac. This is the most complicated group of the three—their illnesses 

are worse and their actions can be extreme. When they are positive, 

they can be superb and reach enormous heights; when they are neg- 

ative, they can go completely down the tubes. 

‘Theoretical signs take their emotions and instead of intellectualiz- 

ing, they transcend them. They live in the world of ought to be, could 

be, and should be—these signs can “‘should”’ you to death. The in- 

herent difficulty for the theoretical group is dealing with “‘what is.” 

When you talk to theoretical signs about an issue, just when you 

thought you had explained how things are, they'll go off on a tangent 

be lias could, should, ought to be, and may be and forget about what 

“is.” They need to learn the law of cause and effect. ‘They must learn 

to eae what they preach to others. 

This group is considered the “universal” group. Their egos are sat- 

isfied and developed by the responses of large groups—institutions, 
corporations, etc. 

Gender 
The signs of the Zodiac are either masculine or feminine. The gen- 

der of a sign is also referred to as positive or negative, active OF passive, 
and extroverted or introverted. The various terminologies associated 
with the gender quality can be confusing. Positive/negative does not 

a anil 
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mean good/bad. Furthermore, a woman in a masculine sign does not 

lack ininity any more than a.man in.a feminine sign lacks mas- 
culinity. For example, Libra, which is a masculine sign, is ruled by 

Venus, which is a planet of refinement, beauty, and femininity; Scor- 

Pio, a feminine sign, is aggressive and powerfu ul, traits which are con- 

‘sidered masculine. 

~ There is: always a striving for balance between opposing traits. How- 

ever, men and women in opposite gender signs often face certain chal- 

lenges that are determined and influenced by the rest of the natal 

chart. These influences will be addressed and illustrated in greater 

detail in the Sun Signs chapter. 

‘The qualities of masculine and feminine also apply to the influence 

of one’s parents. The six masculine signs of Aries, Gemini, Leo, Libra, 

Sagittarius, and Aquarius. are re considered. “father dominated. ” If you 

are born under one of these Sun Signs, you..entered into this life to 

a sues with your father. Those issues are not 

necessarily good.orbad. It only means that within maturation you.must 
come to terms with dad. 

The same is true of the six feminine.signs—'Taurus, Cancer, Virgo, 

10, Capricorn, and Pisces. If you are born under one of these Sun 

Signs, you will deal with and work out.issues.relating to your mother. 

The Sun, which represents the.father, is the chosen destiny you 

are here to work out and fulfill. The Moon, which represents the 

mother, personifies your physical and emotional inheritance that leads 

to your medical history or karma. This i is of particular influence if your 
Moon is placed in the fourth house. 

Moon Nodes and Polarities 
Within a natal chart, besides planets and signs, are nodes. These 

are imaginary lines that represent the path of the. Moon..when. it.is 
circling the Earth. The Moon crosses at two eo in its course—the 

first is called the North Node ($2), or Dragon’s Head, and the second 

is called the South Node (? e South Node (23), or Dragon’s. Tail. These, points, which 
oppose each other, are karmic and important. The North Node sep- 

sesents movement and fulfillment, while the South Node represents 
complacency and old.habits. Both the North and the South Nodes are 

always in retrograde action and must be reconciled or else they will 

create frustration. Since the human being cannot always reach a middle 

ground, he tends to go toward either one node or the other. A balance 
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must be struck between the pull of the North and South Nodes to 

establish well-centeredness. 

Aries(Libra.Polarity—In Aries/Libra what you... is_self-will versus 
ersonal freedom. It is also the reconciliation between your ego and 

the ego of others. The fiery/Mars quality of Aries versus the passive/ 

Venus quality of Libra pulls back and forth. When you have a South 

Node in Aries versus a North Node in Libra, you already know the 

consequences of aggression. The reconciliation is not being passive 

but knowing when to use aggression and when to exhibit passivity. If 

you have a South Node in Libra versus a North Node in Aries, you 

will understand the consequences of indifference. Many times, passiv- 

ity is interpreted as indifference. 

When this polarity is in balance, and aggression and passivity are 

successfully integrated, Aries/Libra can become an excellent therapist 

or counselor because he innately understands the conflict of one’s in- 

ternal forces. 

Taurus/Scorpio Polarity—The ‘Taurus/Scorpio polarity represents self- 

indulgence and material possessions versus the value and respect of 

others. In Taurus, there is a tendency to give it all away versus Scorpio, 

which is always holding, back. Scorpio is secretiye.and doesn’ eesti 

he should i inform..you—if.-you-don’t_ know, educate. yourself, If this 
polarity is integrated, it can help others to recognize their self-worth. 

People with this polarity can be at the top of their abilities particularly 

in careers related to finance or research. 

Gemini/Sagittarius Polarity—The polarity of Gemini/Sagittarius is the self 
versus others. Gemini gathers information while Sagittarius processes 

information. When balanced, it integrates words with concepts, creat- 

ing knowledge. These are referred to as the teaching nodes. When 

integrated, this makes for a great communicator. 

Cancer/Capricorn Polarity—The polarity of Cancer/Capricorn is home 
versus economic life. It can be quite a pull, but an important one 
because it creates a tension between security and responsibility. 

The Cancer/Capricorn polarity usually represents past-life starva- 
tion. That starvation through Capricorn can be a business failure or 
inability to succeed; through Cancer, it can be actual deprivation and 
starvation. Anxiety is inherent in this polarity as well as a need to 
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integrate. A home business is a good option when this polarity is prom- 
inent. 

Leo/Aquarius Polarity—The polarity of Leo/Aquarius is self-awareness 

versus the humanistic concern for others. This polarity is pushing and 

pulling between getting out of the self and unto others or retreating 

entirely within the self. When integrated, this polarity allows an in- 

dividual to mingle, exchange ideas, and not lose the self, which can 

result in personal growth and achievement. 

Virgo/Pisces Polarity—In the polarity of Virgo/Pisces, Virgo analyzes the. 
parts while Pisces sees the whole picture. One must know what the 

components are in order to master the inner peace that can come from 

knowing. There is a patient-versus-doctor quality to this polarity— 

both signs are healers, both are communicators, both have sensitivity 

and knowledge. When integrated, this is an excellent polarity for doc- 

tors or any profession that involves the care or healing of others.

Chapter Three 

The Astrological Chart 

What Is a Horoscope? 
A natal horoscope, or birth chart, is a diagram in the form of a 

“wheel” that depicts the placement in the sky of signs, planets, and 

houses at the time of your birth. All of these factors, taken together, 

reflect your unique personality, potential, and possible path of en- 

deavor. A horoscope can be determined for any occurrence—a mar- 

riage, a business, even the birth of a nation. 

Horoscopes that appear in newspapers and magazines take into ac- 

count factors influencing the Sun Signs. It is a broad perspective that 

assumes that everyone born under the same sign will act, respond, and 

experience events in a similar way. This is not really the case. Though 

much can be determined by a thorough examination of your Sun Sign, 

how many times have you met someone who shared your sign but 

with whom you had little in common? Although you have the same 

Sun Sign, you will most likely have different rising signs and Moon, 

Mercury, or Venus placements. People born under the same Sun Sign 

do share some basic characteristics, but a// the planets in context make 

each and every one of us a pure individual in his or her own right.

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Creating a Birth Chart 
In today’s high-tech world, the simplest and most accurate way to 

construct a birth chart is by computer. What took hours for the novice to 

calculate by hand is now available within minutes using a computer pro- 

gram. In fact, nowadays, most astrologers use computers themselves. 

Putting together a chart by hand is not only time-consuming, but the 

task cannot be undertaken without the availability or purchase of sev- 

eral other books and resources that provide the information necessary 

for accurate chart construction. These reference books include an 

ephemeris, a book that lists the positions of all the planets, from a noon 

or midnight perspective, for any given month, day, and year; Tyne 

Changes in the U.S. by Doris Doane, which gives an accurate listing of 

standard and daylight saving time changes; Longitudes and Latitudes for 

the U.S.A. by Eugene Dernay, which determines the longitude and lati- 

tude of a city of birth; and a ‘table of houses,”’ which gives the cusps of 

the houses for the degrees of latitude. Once these references have been 

secured, birth times must be converted to Greenwich mean time and 

then to sidereal time, degree compensations made, and hour corrections 

undertaken either from noon or midnight . . . itis a complicated process. 

So, for the purposes of this book and to provide a rough idea as to 

where your planets were located at the time of your birth, a “Planet 

Finder” has been included at the back of this book so that you can 

quickly look up this information with ease and convenience. However, 

please note that these Planet Finder charts are approximations and do 

not guarantee total accuracy. For a more accurate and detailed horo- 

scope that will also include planetary degrees, houses, and natal as- 

pects, it is recommended that you subsequently have a chart created 

by a professional astrologer or astrological service, via a computer pro- 

gram, or by obtaining one over the Internet. Suggested resources are 

located in the appendix of this book. 

The Key to an Accurate Birth Chart 
To create an accurate birth chart, regardless of how the chart is de- 

veloped or obtained, first and foremost you will need to know your date, 

time, and place of birth. If you don’t know your time of birth, check 

your original birth certificate. If you don’t have your original birth certif- 

icate, contact the Bureau of Records (or Vital Statistics) in your city and 

obtain a copy. Some bureaus refer to these certificates as “‘vault”’ copies 
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because most birth certificates requested are computer-generated and 

do not contain this information. To provide it, a certified photocopy 

must be made of the original certificate, which is kept in a vault. 

You might also contact the hospital in which you were born. Some 

hospitals will accommodate your request; others will not. 

If neither of these methods works, ask your parents, grandparents, or 

other close relatives or family friends. Even if you don’t discover an ex- 

act birth time, you should come away with a good estimate. If all else 

fails, use 6:00 A.M. as your time of birth. Even without knowing your 

time of birth, you will be able to get a fairly accurate indication of which 

signs your planets were placed in, even if you will not be able to deter- 

mine house placements or your ascendant. 

Reading a Birth Chart 
If you have a birth chart constructed by a professional or computer, 

it will look somewhat like the following:

mation in a table makes it easier to understand and interpret, as shown 

with information taken from this example.

Once you have all your planets in their signs and houses placed in 

a chart or table, you can easily look up the information in the following 

chapters to read the interpretations given. 

Many computer-generated charts provide an aspect grid. This is a 

chart that displays the aspects or notable angles that various planets 

make to one another in a birth chart.

How to Use This Book 
The quickest and easiest way to get a first glimpse at your horo- 

scope is to turn to the Planet Finder at the back of the book and 

look up the information that corresponds with your day, month, and 

year of birth. The information provided in the Planet Finder is fairly 

accurate provided you were born in North America. There are sam- 

ple worksheets in the appendix that allow you to log this informa- 

tion as you go. As soon as you’ve completed the worksheets, you 

can begin reading the explanations of your Sun Sign, all your planets 

in their signs, your ascendant, distribution of elements, and so on. 

Since degrees of planets cannot be determined through this method, 

you might not be able to determine exact house placements at this 

time. 
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Interpretation 
The three major factors to look at in interpretation are planets, 

signs, and houses. Planets represent energies or ‘“‘what,” signs repre- 

sent “how” the planets operate, and houses represent the environment 
or “where.” 

Whether you are interpreting your own chart or that of a family 

member or friend, start with a broad perspective. Add up the number 

of planets you have in masculine and feminine signs to see if you are 

more active or passive. How many cardinal, fixed, and mutable planets 

do you have? Divide your planets into elements and see which ones 

dominate. Are you lacking fire? Air? Earth? Water? Do your planets 

tend to be emotional, intellectual, or theoretical in nature?

The 

entire process has to be taken as a whole. Every person has a blend 

and balance of positive and negative traits, qualities that are dynamic, 

and qualities that are understated or subliminal. There are bright 

sides and dark sides; things that come easily and things that present 

challenges. As you pursue the path to self-awareness, you will become 

more open-minded about what you discover. Sometimes the things we 

learn that make us uncomfortable are the very things that eventually 

help us to grow. An affliction or hard aspect in a chart is a chance for 

understanding, overcoming obstacles, and, ultimately, greater personal 

development.

Chapter Four 

The Sun Signs 

Introduction to the Sun Signs 
The twelve signs of the Zodiac comprise the zodiacal belt, which 

is the backdrop by which we identify the transit of Earth. We are 

geocentric, which means that our astrological orientation stems from 

our perspective of the planets from our view on Earth. As the Earth 

transits through its elliptical course, during any given month a partic- 

ular sign will be a backdrop. These “‘Sun”’ Signs are consistent—the 

same Sun Sign appears at the same time each year. It takes the Earth 

twelve months to complete its rotation as it passes through each of the 

twelve Sun Signs. 

Early in the development of man, he recognized the warmth, light, 

and energy he received from the Sun. The Sun Sign, like the Sun 

itself, is the most vital, energetic, and powerful part of a natal chart. 

It determines your position in life—your outlook, success, progress, 

and, most importantly, the manner in which you come to know your- 

self. 

In psychological terms, the Sun Sign represents the unconscious 

part of your psyche that moves you toward the fulfillment of your 

instinctive needs. The Sun Sign contains your entire survival kit— 

how you relate, project, and respond to the world at large. 

There are no good or bad Sun Signs; each has a unique set of 

qualities, both positive and negative. The Sun Sign is your chosen 
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destiny. It is your personal spirit and will, and you are born to use it. 

It is something you cannot avoid but, instead, must understand and 
work through. 

The Sun, in combination with your Moon and ascendant, defines 

the qualities of your personality in this chosen lifetime, but only the 

Sun carries your destiny—the other planets are actors in supporting 

roles. 

Each Sun Sign is also divided into three thirty-degree sections 

called decanates. A decanate is a flavoring. It adds a personality edge 

to a particular Sun Sign. The first decanate spans zero to ten degrees;

is twenty to thirty degrees. Your decanate will be flavored by one of 

three planets in the same element of your birth sign, depending on 

sthe degrees of your Sun at the time of your birth.

At a positive level, this person is devoid of 

fear and neuroses. Sagittarius thrives on freedom and independence. 

A freewheeling individual, he has no inhibitions. He does not suppress 

or repress emotions like other Sun Signs. 

If he is afflicted, however, he loses his competitive edge and drive. 

He will begin to suffer from doubt and then find it hard to trust his 

own instincts.

BASIC PERSONALITY 

Pisces occupies the twelfth house and is ruled by Neptune. He also 

has a dual rulership since Jupiter ruled this sign in ancient times. Ju- 

piter provides intuition while Neptune provides depth, making Pisces 

the deepest of all constellations. 

Pisces is multifaceted and multitalented. It is the ultimate sign with 
qualities that encompass all signs of the Zodiac. Pisces is intuitive, 

imaginative, and possesses an insight into human nature that bestows 

him with compassion and an ‘‘others before me” attitude. He is em- 

pathetic and people oriented. As a theoretical sign, Pisces displays, 
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feeds, and expresses his ego through other people. His innate sense 

of intuition provides him with an awareness of both his abilities and 

limitations. It enables Pisces to correct his fears so that he doesn’t 

become vague and float out into never-never land. 

A dual personality, Pisces is symbolized by two fish swimming in 

opposite directions. This opposing nature creates a split psyche. This 

means he can be a medium—Pisces can remove his ego so that he 

can read someone else’s ego. He retains his identity while empathizing 

with others. At a positive level, this is wonderful because it gives Pi- 

sces psychic ability. He is able to think in the abstract and go beyond 

the boundaries and limitations of all the other Sun Signs.

FAMILY RELATIONSHIPS 

As a mother-dominated sign, Pisces tends to pick up on and imitate 

mother—good, bad, or indifferent.

It takes a long time for a Pisces to understand 

his- father, if he is there at all. It is hard for a Pisces to know his

The Pisces mother, like the other theoretical signs, is poor. Pisces 

tends to lack the consistency that is necessary to rear a child with the 

great security that every child needs. She can become a martyr, making 

her children feel guilty—that if she cares for her children, they owe 

her. The Pisces mother can be industrious and dutiful, particularly 

if her own mother was that way. But if her mother was lazy and dis- 

organized, Pisces will manifest those traits. 

The Pisces father is lazy. He can live vicariously through his off- 

spring, which causes the child to fight for his identity because father 

is either projecting or rejecting his parental responsibility altogether. 

The Pisces child has a difficult emotional life. The underlying prob- 

lem is that he is conscious of the family and is sensitive—he picks up 

everybody’s vibrations. He transcends his age in terms of this under- 

standing but is helpless to do anything about it.

DECANATES 

First Decanate: Pisces/Pisces—(0 to 10 degrees or approximately February 

19-28) 
Neptune can be frightening, so Pisces in the first decanate has a 

great deal to resolve. He must control the depth of his water quality 

and accept the fact that no one else is going to feel this depth of 

emotions, and while it may appear to be a lonely trip, the end result 

is enlightening. Pisces will eventually reach a point where he is not 

alone.

Pisces has to learn to 

harden, to muster, and to have a faith—it will help to make movement 

with his life and goals. Without these tools, Pisces will become im- 
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mobilized, afraid to take the next step because he is convinced the 

worst is going to happen. Pisces is capable of reaching the ultimate 

heights or the lowest of depths, depending on where his Moon takes 

him and what other afflictions or strengths may be revealed in the 

natal chart. 
This decanate needs to get out of himself and do something for 

someone else—if too self-absorbed, it tires his system and takes its 

toll on his health. 

Third Decanate: Pisces/Scorpio—(20 to 30 degrees or approximately March 

11-20) 
Since Scorpio is always strong, this decanate of Pisces also has the 

good fortune of being strong. The glitch here is that Scorpio brings an 

intensity that makes Pisces either very good or very bad—if Pisces is 

very good, he is phenomenal; but if he’s very bad, he will be selfish, 

destructive, and narcissistic. He will use his strength as a self-serving 

tool that will most certainly prove to be his undoing. 

On the other hand, if positive, Pisces can share his strength with 

others and serve.

Sun Through the Houses 

Once you become familiar with your Sun Sign, you’re going to find 

that it isn’t always in its natural house; that is, the Sun Sign of Aries 

doesn’t always land in the Aries-ruled first house, the Sun Sign of 

Taurus doesn’t always land in the Taurus-ruled second house, and so 

on. It is purely dependent on your hour of birth and the rising sign

mines the placement of all your planets in their respective houses. 

SUN IN THE FIRST HOUSE 

When the Sun is occupying the first house, it becomes “‘head-on.”’ 

This means it must experience, it must do. It takes on youthful, cou- 

rageous, and enthusiastic qualities. In the first house, the Sun will be 

driven and will often jump without thinking. 

If afflicted, this active, energetic quality turns into arrogance, which 

is nothing more than a cover for fear. The ego becomes stifled— 

sneaky on some occasions, bombastic on others. There is a tendency 
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to overcompensate, to justify and explain itself, feeling as if it is not 

quite sure it has a right to be, due to an innate fear of rejection. 

SUN IN THE SECOND HOUSE 

The Sun desires anything material in nature. There is a need to 

develop the financial power necessary to obtain all the luxury, beauty, 

and possessions that this Venus-ruled house demands. 

If afflicted, financial and material resources may be squandered. 

Although there is a natural grace in earning money, it will usually slip 

right through the fingers, sometimes through gambling. An affliction 

can either create laziness or the tendency to take things for granted. 

SUN IN THE THIRD HOUSE 
The Sun in this house has a need to express the self and be un- 

derstood. It prompts a desire to be educated in ways that enhance 

both self-awareness and self-expression. A talent for communicating is 

apparent in this house, whether it be in writing, teaching, public 

speaking, or painting. 

SUN IN THE FOURTH HOUSE 

The Sun in this placement is going to be a nurturer. It is self- 

protecting and self-sustaining and needs to come in contact with the 

self. The Sun in this placement also has an innate need to amass and 

cling to possessions, feeling unstable and uncertain about its lot. 

When afflicted, Sun in the fourth house is someone who really 

doesn’t want to leave home. This is the thirty-five-year-old bachelor 

(or bachelorette) whom mom is still looking after because he craves 

the comfort and protection of home or is afraid to leave. This is also 

the type of person who, in a divorce case, would rather kill than lose 

possession of the house. 

SUN IN THE FIFTH HOUSE 

This is a powerful placement because the Sun is in domicile posi- 

tion in this house. No matter how weak the rest of a chart may be, 

with the Sun placed in the fifth house, the individual takes on a cre- 

ative quality, performs without fear, and has a desire to express and 

accomplish. 
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A person with this placement seldom strays from a spouse or family. 

It is not his or her forte—he is honest and generally cannot handle 

more than one partner. Men with the Sun in this placement make 

devoted, affectionate, and committed fathers, even to the point of 

competing with their wives. 

Should it be afflicted, unfortunately this is going to bring about a 

great deal of difficulty in these same areas. The individual might be- 

come unstable and wander. A father might either neglect his children 

or become so afraid of losing them that he becomes too possessive. 
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SUN IN THE SIXTH HOUSE

He’ll break down every order and be 

unconventional for the sake of being unconventional. He can be ec- 

centric and odd. 
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SUN IN THE TWELFTH HOUSE 

This Sun is mysterious. The twelfth house is the reservoir of won- 

derful past-life abilities, talents, and techniques. Yet, when the Sun is 

placed here, the misfortune is that the individual has a sensation of 

confinement. And often, he is confined. It can be a complete confine- 

ment such as a wheelchair or a jail term, or confinement through one’s 

inner fears and limitations. 

In this house, the Sun also experiences transmutation. ‘The individ- 

ual begins to slow down and listen. It might require a transit of Saturn 

or Jupiter over the Sun to reveal that this confinement or limitation 

doesn’t really exist; it is usually self-imposed.

Ascendants— Your Rising Sign 

Rising Signs: An Overview 
‘The ascendant, or rising sign, indicates how you see yourself. The 

position of your rising sign in relationship to your Sun and your Moon 

defines your unique personality. The rising sign is the third leg of this 

astrological trilogy—Sun, Moon, and ascendant—which represents 

your id, your conscience, and your superego. 

The rising sign is your future. It acts as a protective layer, shielding 

your Sun and Moon Signs, so that they can develop. You are always 

your Sun Sign and Moon Sign, but the ascendant sign represents the 

socialization process. When integrated with the Sun and Moon, one is 

whole. Your rising sign is the part of your personality that is not going 

to leave you wide open, available to anybody’s potshots or concepts 

and ideas. The rising sign is your best foot forward, the fashion in 

which you operate. It is who you let the world think you are. 

As the Earth rotates every twenty-four hours, it brings a new rising 

sign on the horizon approximately every two hours. Whatever sign was 

on the horizon at your exact time of birth becomes your rising sign. It 

also determines where your first house is placed (and in what sign). 

Your rising sign is always in the first house of your birth chart on the 

eastern horizon. 
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ARIES RISING 

The emotional sign of Aries represents ego. The simplest equation 

for a strong ego is knowing what you want and feeling you deserve it. 

In the case of Aries rising, when that is achieved, he comes to peace. 

When it is not, he winds up getting pushy, overbearing, and prone to 

temper tantrums. No matter how elevated the Sun Sign, an Aries rising 

needs to develop moderation, otherwise the friends and/or partners of 

an Aries rising are just going to walk away, leaving him to wonder, 

“What did I do?” 
Aries rising is a materialist. He is not religiously or philosophically 

bent. The aggressive and impulsive Martian quality of Aries gives him 

physical and sexual energy. If Aries rising learns to sublimate this en- 

ergy, there is no limit to what he can do. This is raw and crude energy 

that has to be channeled in a positive and productive manner, which 

can be accomplished through dancing, martial arts, sports, or crafts. 

This energy of Mars, without any kind of discipline or direction, will 

lead to difficulty and conflict with other people. 

Youngsters with Aries rising can find themselves in accidents. 

These are children who have no foresight or fear of consequences. 

They need to be guided. Once guided and disciplined, that energy 

can be redirected into a more positive and structured quality to avoid 

the symbolic ramming of the horns against the wall. 

Many successful people with this rising sign have careers and 

achievements associated with any number of things you find in the 

Aries Sun Sign, such as acting or the military. Aries rising is quick and 

intelligent. 

TAURUS RISING 

Taurus is ruled by Venus, and Venus filters out that which is gross 

to produce refinement. This will make Taurus rising appear placid and 
an easygoing pushover. 

Taurus rising is emotional. He is also slow and deliberate. Once he 

puts his hooves in, he is going to follow through and do, no matter 
what. But he has to do it at his own pace—with any kind of prodding, 
pushing, or disturbance of his equilibrium, he is going to flare up like 
a bull. 

Taurus rising has a natural affinity to all things that are lovely and 
refined. He likes good food, good wine, and good living conditions. 
He wants a comfortable, pleasurable, and enjoyable lifestyle and en- 
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vironment. He’ll work for it, too. He possesses an energy and a love 

for labor that is endless. 

Family and community oriented, Taurus rising will make sure that 

his children go to the best schools and live in the best home in the 

best community. He is very conscious of who the neighbors are and 

how he lives within his own home. He wants a lovely environment 

and will put a lot of energy into making his home beautiful. If he loses 

his equilibrium, he is going to get depressed if anything around him 

is dirty or does not live up to his high standards. 

Sometimes Taurus rising has to prove himself over and over. It is 

a tedious, heartbreaking, and energy-consuming position that will 

eventually lead poor old Taurus rising to feeling as though his efforts 

are of little use. When this happens, he begins to get negative, lazy, 

and unkempt until inertia takes over, causing him to negate his posi- 

tive qualities and strengths. As in the Taurus Sun Sign, Taurus rising 

doesn’t want to unfold his temper. He is afraid that his temper will 

disturb his equilibrium and refined, Venus quality. ‘To avoid conflict, 

he holds in and stockpiles his anger. But one day, when there is no 

more to be taken, the dam breaks and the bull charges. 

This rising sign needs a great deal of physical affection—his five 

senses are keen, particularly touch. Taurus rising needs a lot of strok- 

ing and cuddling. Asa baby, he’s the one who’ll want to sleep with 

his parents; as an adult, he can’t walk in or out the door without kissing 

everybody. 

GEMINI RISING 

Gemini has a dual nature, and on the rising sign, that Mercurial 

quality is going to show up immediately. Gemini rising is fickle. He 

is doing a balancing act and can’t afford to deal with everything as 

though it were going to be a career, so he touches and gathers here, 

picks a brain over there, and so on... he accumulates enough infor- 

mation to keep on going without staying in one place for too long. 

Although Gemini rising is optimistic and quick of mind, he has to 

make sure that his thoughts and feelings are in unison so that he can 

become a better communicator. He must learn to be consistent so that 

he doesn’t have difficulties with a partner. If he says one thing now 

and the opposite three hours later, his partner will perceive him as a 

liar and problems will ensue. 

In a positive light, Gemini rising has mental agility, allowing him 

to excel in any form of writing, music, or even politics. Many individ- 
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uals with this ascendant have achieved fame and success. If negative, 

Gemini rising can be nothing more than a gossip. He can play games, 

the most common of which is that, when you are intellectual with him, 

he is emotional, and vice versa. Worst of all, once he makes you lose 

your equilibrium or temper, he’ll get very cold-blooded. 

Gemini rising is quick and intellectual, with a great deal of retained 

knowledge and a good head for trivia. The downside is that he can 

also lack the depth to sustain any train of thought or action—he goes 

from one idea to the next. Gemini rising needs to master something 

or else he’ll become a jack-of-all-trades and master of none. 

Gemini rising works well in combination with a fixed Sun Sign, 

such as Taurus, Leo, Scorpio, or Aquarius. This is a wonderful oppor- 

tunity if used correctly because it allows a fixed sign to see both sides 

of the coin. 

CANCER RISING 
Cancer rising is emotional and sentimental, sensitive, nurturing, and 

protective—the type who draws others to him. 

Since the rising sign protects the rest of the chart and the Moon is 

the ruler of Cancer rising, it creates the appearance of vulnerability. 

As long as Cancer rising feels his vulnerability is not at risk, he is 

forthcoming. But should he feel any kind of threat, he is going to 

batten down the hatches, tighten up like a crab, and submerge. That 

vulnerability will turn to moodiness. 

Cancer rising is always ready to get going. He likes to get things 

organized, to ensure the comfort of the home and the comfort of the 

self. He makes collection an art form. If afflicted, Cancer rising will 

hold on to material possessions above all else. He has a morbid fear 

of losing, so he is always collecting or initiating. As noted in the Sun 

Sign, Cancer is the polarity of starvation, so this innate fear of loss is 

manifested by hoarding and hanging on to everything because he is 

afraid of the inability to replace. Look in the basement of any Cancer 

rising and there will be a lifetime of memorabilia and artifacts. 

The sensitivity of Cancer rising can lead to self-pity. There is no- 
body like a Cancer to feel sorry for himself—he thinks that he is being 
taken. As a result, he develops defense mechanisms—he gets prickly, 
overly annoyed, and touchy and can become extremely bitter and re- 
sentful. 

Most difficulties of Cancer rising come from a need for emotional 
fortification. The misfortune of this is that when Cancer rising begins 
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to feel sorry for himself, even if the reasons are legitimate, he begins 

to stroke his ego in a dangerous way, sometimes by escaping through 
the use of drugs or alcohol. 

In a positive light, Cancer rising can be very effective. His intense 

emotions make him an excellent actor or successful in the arts. He can 

also provide a great deal of aid and comfort to others, tending to the 

sick and nurturing those who are less fortunate. In fact, giving his 

emotions away to benefit others is not only healthy for Cancer rising 

but can lead to a worthwhile vocation and a great deal of success.

Leo rising must take 

heed because he can be manipulated and victimized by this vulnera- 

bility. But if he is fully aware of his abilities and strength, he can’t be 

pushed or led by adulation.

CAPRICORN RISING 

Whereas most rising signs share the characteristics of their Sun Sign 

counterparts, Capricorn rising is a bit of an anomaly. A Capricorn Sun 

is usually tall and extroverted, but on the rising sign, he is short and 

a little cool and aloof. It’s a strange phenomenon, but Saturn’s impact 

on the rising sign diminishes and takes certain things away. 

Capricorn rising is more involved with the maturation of the ego 

than the Sun Sign since the first house/ascendant house is the house 

of the ego. Some Capricorn risings look and act old in their youth— 

they’re six-year-old little old men and women. They’re sweet yet cau- 

tious, as though they have knowledge and awareness that belies their 

age. However, the older they get, the better they get. As Capricorn 

rising matures, instead of remaining a little old man, the child inside 

finally begins to emerge; he starts to look and act youthful and de- 

velops a wonderful sense of humor. A sixty-year-old Capricorn rising 

sometimes looks younger and better than a forty-year-old. As he gets 

older and finer, a freedom comes to Capricorn rising because he has 

already taken care of all his responsibilities and can simply begin to 

enjoy life at last. 

If afflicted, Capricorn rising loses his self-control and high respon- 

sibility level. He can also lead a double life—though a conservative 

and respectable individual to those around him, when he leaves town, 

he really lets down his hair and loosens up. As an earth sign, Capricorn 

rising has a sensuality and a passion that he keeps hidden under the 

weight of maturity and responsibility because he is afraid of being 

judged. He won’t do anything that he feels violates his code of ethics 

in his immediate environment—he’ll just do it in another environ- 

ment. 
Capricorn rising doesn’t want to recognize his own ego and puts a 

brick wall around it. When he can’t get past that brick wall to give out 

and receive the companionship and love he craves, he gets frustrated, 

tense, and eventually, ill. 
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Capricorn rising creates tension because he has to be in control, has 

to do it himself, and feels that nobody else can be trusted to do it as 

well as he can. This control issue leads to such symptoms as migraine 

headaches, sleeping disorders, teeth grinding... he’s got to let it go 

and start having faith in the abilities of others.. 

Capricorn rising needs to be the savior of his family and friends. 

He is often an enabler as well. Everybody benefits because a Capricorn 

rising boss will employ everyone he knows, feeling as if he’s the only 

one who can provide support and parenting. If afflicted, his need to 

have everyone under one roof will be done for the sake of control and 

manipulation. Sooner or later, this is going to backfire, which will lead 

to difficult confrontations. If Capricorn rising finds dissension, disloy- 

alty, or loss of control, he will revert back to the one thing he can 

control—pouring every bit of his energy into work and earning money. 

He will become the ultimate workaholic. Sadly, this is often triggered 

by the fact that he doesn’t feel loved. He begins to believe that if he 

works hard and produces more, he’ll be well liked. Unfortunately, 

what happens is that Capricorn rising only winds up feeling betrayed. 

With the coming Aquarian Age, it is likely that Capricorn risings 

are going to see the value of their own serious and philosophical con- 

cepts and wind up earning their livings in New Age fields such as 

astrology, yoga, and the metaphysical sciences. 

AQUARIUS RISING 

When Aquarius is rising it creates a unique personality. Aquarius is 

ruled by Uranus, and Uranus is the planet of eccentricity. Uranus de- 

mands that you identify yourself with and retain your individuality. 

Early in life, the child with Aquarius rising is going to be labeled 

precocious. This child knows exactly what he or she wants. However, 

if there is an affliction, he will lack identity and will do whatever his 
friends are doing. 

With maturity, the electricity of the Aquarius rising personality 

comes forth and begins to attract. It takes creativity and work to get 

and keep the attention of an Aquarius rising—his mind wanders, so 

you have to be quick, get to the point, or shock him—or you will lose 
him. 

Aquarius rising needs mental freedom. He’s a natural storyteller. As 
a child, he possesses a great imagination and will make up little stories 
and fantasies. Sometimes he is even falsely accused of lying. He is not 
lying but merely creating, and he innately knows the difference. If 
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afflicted, he can become a child who, because he lacks identity, doesn’t 

know where he stands or can’t relate to his environment, and this will 

prompt him to speak in half-truths or lies. 

The Aquarius rising personality is often misunderstood. He’s not 

easy to understand or accept because of an innate ability to transcend 

the mundane. An Aquarius rising is out of step with society, sometimes 

even ahead of it. How can he fit in? Sometimes he has to quiet down 

his personality and wait for the rest of the world to catch up. 

Aquarius rising is prophetic—he can look ahead and see the result 

of a situation. If he is not honed or polished, he can wind up becoming 

indiscreet, putting his foot in his mouth, and getting into trouble be- 

cause of the prematurity of his thoughts and actions. 

Aquarius rising is humanitarian, sociable, and well. liked. He is 

happy, entertaining, and enjoys being part of a group. If afflicted, he 

becomes rebellious and will destroy the status quo just for the heck 

of it. He will love uprooting traditions and making sure that everyone 

around him is uncomfortable with what is going on. He’ll even set up 

an argument just to be on the other side of it and create controversy. 

Even though he is wise, intelligent, and ahead of his time, if he’s not 

careful, he’ll wind up running ahead and jumping over the edge. 

PISCES RISING 

Pisces rising is difficult to decipher. Neptune, the ruler of Pisces, 

can create an individual with an impenetrable facade, the world’s finest 

actor, and the chameleon of the universe. This is extremely mislead- 

ing. Pisces is a water sign, the ultimate of water signs, possessing the 

greatest psychic ability bestowed on any of the constellations. 

Pisces rising has a big problem—early in life, he begins picking up 

the vibes of his surroundings and the emotions of other people. This 

is problematic because he then has difficulty separating his personal 

stimulation from that of others. As a result, he is constantly filled with 

strange sensations that must be separated and put into proper per- 

spective. 
An idealist, Pisces rising sees things through rose-colored glasses, 

giving everyone the benefit of the doubt. His idealism is frequently 

crushed when he has to face the reality of other people’s faults and 

frailties. He expects others to live up to his expectations, puts people 

on pedestals, expects the very best, and almost always winds up being 

crushed. The irony here is that Pisces rising innately knows the reality 

of others’ limitations, but prefers to be romantic and idealistic. 
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If afflicted, Pisces rising is enormously lazy, never getting up off 

his butt and doing what has to get done. This is a shame because he 

is multitalented. When well-aspected, Pisces rising is successful and 

resourceful—if he can’t earn a living one way, he’ll earn it in another. 

Mood swings are also common to Pisces rising. One moment he’s 

happy, exuding a positiveness to those around him... the next mo- 

ment he’s falling into a depression, feeling sorry for himself or accusing 

others for illusionary things that don’t exist or do! Pisces rising can 

swing between these extreme highs and lows to the point where he 

loses energy and becomes dependent, moody, demanding, over- 

bearing, and, most of all, afraid. 

Pisces rising is a psychic. He can pick up on truths that others are 

trying to hide. However, he must learn to wait, for truths do eventually 

surface and prove him correct. Pisces must also learn to trust. In doing 

so, his mood swings will diminish. 

It is advisable for Pisces rising to find an outlet, whether it be 

through religion or medicine—anything that benefits others. Sooner or 
later, Pisces rising has to serve and share. If he doesn’t, he will wind 

up drowning in his own misery, drowning in those waters of emotion 

that cannot serve anyone, including himself. As such, he is like a 

sponge that has absorbed much too much water and has to be 

squeezed to get rid of the overflow. As he gives of himself to others, 

Pisces rising becomes stronger and functions more productively. 

Pisces rising’s strength lies in his believing what he knows to be 

true, though others are in denial. Time can be his best ally when he 
trusts his knowledge.

The Moon takes approximately twenty-nine days to revolve around 

the Earth, spending two to three days in each constellation. The Moon 

rules the sign of Cancer and the fourth house, which is the entrance 

of the soul. 

The Moon also represents your body. The Moon and its aspects 

will influence what you look like, what your health will be, and how 

you are going to respond emotionally to the world around you. 
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Moon Through the Signs 

MOON IN ARIES 

With a Moon in Aries there is the potential for danger. The Moon 

is the vehicle by which emotion is felt and displayed, and so its place- 

ment in this fire sign makes Moon in Aries impulsive. He has a quick 

temper and often takes things too personally, responding in a reac- 

tionary way without thinking. This spontaneity of temper can be fool- 

hardy, exploding like a firecracker. When Moon in Aries senses the 

slightest intimidation, he is going to react and hit before he gets hit.

Financial security pro- 

vides Moon in Taurus with the ability to enjoy the “‘good life’ he so 

innately desires. 

The emotions of Moon in Taurus are passionate and strong. When 

well-aspected, he is charming, loves beautiful things, and is sensitive 

to his surroundings. He has a sexual attractiveness that can belie his 

physical appearance. Both males and females with Moon in Taurus 

have a sexual magnetism that others gravitate to. Until you sting a 

Moon in Taurus, you don’t know how ferocious he can be. 

MOON IN GEMINI 

Moon in Gemini has to work hard for stability because it doesn’t 
come naturally. He is prone to bursts of nervous energy, and his mind 
and body are in constant conflict—the body holds the emotions when 
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emotions are there to be felt. Moon in Gemini doesn’t want to feel, 
he wants to intellectualize, and so he is caught between the rational 
and the emotional. Because of this mind-body conflict, Moon in Gem- 
ini winds up exhausted.

He can 

be easygoing, sociable, and entertaining, but he first needs to be flat- 

tered, stroked, and appreciated. 

Moon in Cancer is friendly but can also be touchy and prickly. This 

is a spiteful Moon if afflicted—one that will not forget hurts but just 

move away and snub you. The Moon in Cancer takes everything per- 

sonally, often without thinking. He will begin to amass possessions as 

a way of compensating for his emotional voids. 

MOON IN LEO 

The Moon in Leo is strong and has a natural agility, energy, and 

vitality that can’t be found anywhere else. His need for prominence— 

the desire to be noticed—translates into a flair. When he cooks, he 

cooks with a flair; when he designs, he designs with a flair... even if 

he’s making a bed, he’ll do that with a flair, too. He is creative and 

powerful. Moon in Leo is like that regal lion taking care of his den— 

he’ll proudly roam around his domain, making sure everyone is safe.

Nobody knows the depth of Moon in Pisces. He suffers a great deal 

and needs to separate from the world every so often to strengthen or 

energize. Should the rest of the chart be strong, Moon in Pisces can 

be one of the most sensitive visionaries—a dreamer who, in fact, 

can carry those dreams to realization. Whatever he feels or senses can 

eventually be actualized.

The Moon indicates what type of reputation will be achieved. 

Whether famous or infamous, this person will be before the public. 

The best direction for this placement is to make society’s or the 

world’s needs his concern. 

MOON IN THE ELEVENTH HOUSE 

Attracting friendships is not difficult, but sustaining and taking care 

of them is. Intimacy is uncomfortable. This Moon doesn’t seem to 

know the difference between use and abuse. Fortunately, its superfi- 

ciality will do little damage. 

MOON IN THE TWELFTH HOUSE 

The Moon releases the subconscious. The flow of knowledge is 

easy. Psychic abilities abound, which can make people with this place- 

ment either sensitive or withdrawn to solitude and isolation.

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Mercury revolves around the Sun every eighty-eight days, which 

means that it goes full circle many times in a year. It is always in one 

of three positions: before your Sun Sign, in conjunction with (or on 

top of) your Sun Sign, or past your Sun Sign. It is never more than 

twenty-seven degrees from the Sun in any direction. 

Mercury, which rules the signs of Gemini and Virgo, is the planet 

of communications. ‘wo types of communication are going on at all 

times—that which you tell yourself and that which you tell others. 

You have to be careful of Mercury because, depending on its aspect, 

it can be the world’s greatest liar, superficial to the point of distorting 

the obvious truth. 
Mercury talks to the Sun Sign, telling it what it thinks, whether 

right or wrong. It represents your mental activity. 

MERCURY RETROGRADE 
A Mercury retrograde usually occurs every three months, so that 

there are three or four Mercury retrograde periods per year, each last- 

ing exactly twenty-one days.

MARS 

Mars revolves around the Sun in 687 days, coming to its original 

point in a chart once every two years. Mars rules Aries (and before the 

discovery of Pluto, it ruled Scorpio) and is associated with tempera- 
ment. 

When Mars makes contact with the Sun, it develops an energy that 

enables you to do. Mars, well-aspected, can move mountains. Nega- 

tively aspected, it can be one of the biggest destroyers because it 

fosters action without thought. 

Mars is associated with the initiation of relationships—love affairs, 
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marriages, business partnerships, and so on. Relationships often appear 
to go through two-year cycles that relate to the orbit of Mars. When- 

ever Mars comes back to its original position, which is called a Mars 

return, it frequently creates upheaval in relationships. This upheaval 

isn’t necessarily negative; it is an opportunity to review and assess 

existing circumstances or, in the worst case, eliminate them. 

Careers are also influenced by Mars since the planet is almost always 

associated with a job—the end of one or the beginning of another. 

Mars is a generator. When Mars is cycling, it gets people up and 

rolling. Since Mars rules muscular structure, it creates an energy that 

spurs movement. When Mars is in conjunction with any planet, it 

energizes it. 

MARS RETROGRADE 
The inability to act is created in a retrograde Mars. It is as though 

you have been victimized by others simply because you. are not using 

your aggressive qualities correctly—you either don’t know how to be 

aggressive or you fear aggression. You water down your energies. This 

does not make for a happy person; it creates a person who internalizes 

his aggressions and anger. This is dangerous because a retrograde Mars 

can lead to brooding or nursing old wounds and, eventually, to health 

problems ranging from ulcers to anxiety. Angers that cannot be exter- 

nalized wind up being internalized, which impacts one’s health. Ret- 

rograde Mars in a chart indicates the inability to displace its natural 

energy in a positive or productive manner. 

Mars Through the Signs 

MARS IN ARIES 

Mars in Aries has energy and physical/mental capabilities. He’s 

quick. He’s a little firecracker who moves with enthusiasm. 

Mars in Aries afflicted is going to be bad tempered and an unstable 

personality who acts before he thinks. Of course, his intentions are 

good—he has good ideals—but because he doesn’t stop to think, he’s 

bound to get himself into trouble. 
When a male demonstrates this type of behavior, it is usually ac- 

ceptable; but females with this placement are challenged because they

develop an aggressive stance that is often viewed as problematic by 

the outside world.

MARS IN TAURUS 
Taurus is ruled by Venus, which has a slow and deliberate quality. 

So when Mars comes along and shakes it up, it creates a personal push/ 

pull situation. Mars activates Venus in a peculiar way so that instead 

of being self-loving, it makes him self-centered, giving the individual 

no other objective than self-gratification. Mars in Taurus will find him- 

self overindulging—in food, drink, sex, and so on. 

As a youngster, Mars in Taurus is not allowed to express these self- 

indulgent qualities, so he winds up being outwardly cool and sedate, 

while inside, his suppressed qualities are churning.

MARS IN GEMINI 

Mars in Gemini is contradictory. He has the ability to act at two 

levels—he can be intellectual, witty, chatty, and friendly, but if his 

innate emotional insecurity kicks in, he can suddenly turn nasty. Mars 

in Gemini has a quick tongue, and that doesn’t necessarily mean keen 

or alert; it means that he speaks through both sides of his mouth. In 

essence, he’s a pretty good liar. The natural Gemini duality of intellect 

versus emotion becomes activated and exaggerated by Mars, making 

it difficult for him to reconcile the two. He wants to be in both places 
at once, which is impossible and frustrating. 

Should Mars in Gemini be afflicted, it will create a nervousness that 

could result in stuttering or the inability to complete sentences. The 

mind is going to wear down the body, producing nervous ticks and 
other psychosomatic illnesses. 
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MARS IN CANCER 

Can you imagine every single emotion that a human being pos- 

sesses, fired up? That is Mars in Cancer. Talk about extremes—this 

individual is so emotional, sensitive, and prickly that he’s going to 

wind up full of fear and insecurity. He will, more than likely, spend 

his life feeling as if somebody kicked him in the stomach. This is a 

difficult placement for Mars even when the rest of the chart is well- 

aspected. If there is an affliction, Mars in Cancer will be prone to 

stomach disorders, bleeding ulcers... even too much in the breadbas- 

ket. Mars in Cancer must control and/or displace his emotions, rather 

than swallow them. If kept in the gut, it is a sure bet that those emo- 

tions will burn a hole right through the stomach or accelerate all of 

the digestive juices, making Mars in Cancer hungry all the time. This 

will result in obesity and many other unpleasant side effects in addi- 

tion to moodiness and bad feelings. 

MARS IN LEO 
When Mars joins the Sun, there is no end to the energy—it is 

overwhelming. Mars in Leo is going to leave everybody else in his 

dust. He’s a born leader who wants to make absolutely sure that he is 

heard and understood. He wants to be the leader of the pack. 

If afflicted, he can become indignant. He is going to challenge au- 

thority and be hard to hold down. He’ll also wind up getting into lots 

of trouble. Because he pushes his will as most fire signs do, Mars in 

Leo is going to insist, no matter how wrong he is, that he is right. He 

will become quarrelsome and annoying—not the type of person others 

want to deal with. Mars in Leo will roar; he will become bombastic 

and melodramatic, feeling as if he hurts more than anybody else. He 

will start to overdo and his vitality will prove troublesome for him. 

Leo rules the heart, so Mars, which produces a bad temper when 

afflicted, can lead to heart problems. It is important that Mars in Leo 

learn to cool off and chill out. 

MARS IN VIRGO 

Mars in Virgo is a tireless worker who loves the labor but has an 

endless obsession with details. He possesses an energy that, when well 

structured, is productive and successful.

MARS IN SAGITTARIUS

it might appear to others as impulsiveness, it is actually behavior that 
is very directed. It has a source and an intuition that become apparent 
even before Mars in Sagittarius has taken that action.

He’s unreliable, and the chances he takes are not inspired, 

they are just plain old gambles. Mars in Sagittarius sees every chal- 

lenge in life as a gamble.

SATURN 

Saturn revolves around the Sun approximately every twenty-nine- 

and-a-half years. Saturn is a somber and serious planet. It deals with 

the responsibilities you take on and work through. Saturn was feared 

by the ancients because it was a warning of limitations. 

Saturn is the first of the karmic planets, meaning it relates to un- 

finished business, usually from a past life. Wherever Saturn is placed, 

_ it demands that something be accomplished. If you haven’t taken care 

of your responsibilities, Saturn is not going to let you proceed. Saturn 

is a restrictor; it will confine. It can confine you in numerous ways, 

from a broken body to the limitations of your finances. 

With Saturn, there is a lesson to learn and a lesson to teach. 

Through Saturn, we grow and develop, both physically and mentally. 

It is the planet of maturation. Saturn makes absolutely sure that you 

will reap what you sow. Saturn has been referred to as the “old man 

of the sky,” and it is not going to let you get away with anything that 

is not part and parcel to your positive development or evolution. 

Saturn rules Capricorn, the midheaven, and the tenth house. 

SATURN RETROGRADE 
Saturn retrograde relates to self-worth. The inability to judge one- 

self accurately shows up in a retrograde Saturn. Saturn, as a maturation 

planet, puts your self-worth into proper perspective. People who tend 

to place more importance on themselves than on others will certainly 

learn the lesson—Saturn will restrict them until they balance their own 

worth with the worth of others. 
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Saturn Through the Signs 

SATURN IN ARIES 

Saturn is restrictive, and Aries, with its Martian energy, just wants 

to run amok. So Saturn in Aries is going to be one frustrated individual. 

Early in life, this child will probably get into trouble—run and then 

hit the wall. As a result, he begins to develop a suspicion and becomes 

distrustful and holds back, whereas, ordinarily, Aries runs and jumps 

without thinking. Saturn in Aries holds an innate fear that the author- 

ities over him—parents, teachers, clergymen—are somehow going to 

stop him. The fear might even produce guilt, which will make him 

feel he is doing something wrong and stop him in his tracks. 

The problem with Aries, in general, is that he starts but never fin- 

ishes; but in this placement, Saturn will hold him down and make him 

finish. As he matures, with Saturn stabilizing the energy of Mars, Sat- 

urn in Aries will make slow, productive movement. He will be more 

successful in his middle to older years. He has mental power, is par- 

ticularly bright and intelligent, and is always adventurous. 

Should Saturn in Aries be afflicted, he will simply hold back and 

repress. He will suffer from headaches, and his whole body will begin 

to stagnate. His natural thinking, physical prowess, and fiery, dynamic 

personality will be dampened. 

SATURN IN TAURUS 

Saturn in ‘Taurus is going to learn an extremely important lesson in 

regard to value, cost, and the price we pay. Whether it be an emotional 

price, a physical price, or a material price is incidental. He needs to 

understand that what he has acquired and what has been given to him 

is in no way detrimental; that he should not deny himself what is his 
honest due. 

If Saturn in ‘Taurus gets involved with excesses, he will immedi- 

ately pay. He needs to learn that material needs are not important— 

his self-worth is not determined from material but within himself. 

If afflicted, Saturn in Taurus is going to learn some hard lessons.

SATURN IN CANCER 

The Saturn in Cancer personality is predicated on fear. He is fright- 

ened and pessimistic and, as a result, hell-bent on protecting himself. 

Early in life, he looks for his parents to protect him and begins to feel 

sorry for himself, which creates a selfishness that is always in need of 

justification. Often, his fears become self-fulfilling prophecies—Saturn 

in Cancer sometimes feels so darn sorry for himself that nobody wants 

to be around him. He’ll get closed up and involved with the self, which 

only leads to loneliness and the inability to share, trust, or attract oth- 

ers.

By this time, 

it’s important for Saturn in Cancer to learn how to get out of himself 

and reach out to others. 

SATURN IN LEO 

Saturn in Leo might find it difficult to believe that somebody really 

loves him for himself, and so he walks around puffing out his chest 

and telling everyone how wonderful he is... but that’s because he 

doesn’t really believe it. 
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Saturn in Leo not only gets pompous, but strong willed—he’s going 

to have things his way for fear that he won’t get his way at all. It’s 

that old “‘hit before you get hit” situation. Saturn in Leo carries a chip 

on his shoulder that doesn’t let up. 
If afflicted, Saturn in Leo is going to get in trouble with the law. 

He’ll be the boy or girl who gets into trouble in school. He’s going to 

be pushy, demand attention, act up or act out—doing all the disruptive 

things kids do to get attention. Saturn in Leo needs a lot of positive 

stroking to reassure him that he is, in fact, important. The healthiest 

thing Saturn in Leo can do is calm down and give to others the love 

and respect he wants, because, ultimately, he will get back what he 

gives. Humility must be learned.

Sagittar- 

ius has a cognitive ability and an innate knowing that makes it seem 

lucky. Here is where the seed of truth surfaces. It allows one to de- 

cipher, clean up, and rectify. It allows one to look at old or orthodox 

concepts and see if, in fact, they’re still applicable. 

During this transit, the world will be in a state of upheaval, prompt- 

ing natives with this placement to go beyond their personal borders, 

physically and economically. If afflicted, the native will lack judgment 

and be indecisive. 
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NEPTUNE IN CAPRICORN 

The century will end as Neptune travels through Capricorn. It will 

signal the end of karma and the beginning of New Age. As an appli- 

cable reality, healing throughout the world will begin. 

Neptune in Capricorn brings clarity of thought to the individual. 

NEPTUNE IN AQUARIUS 

Neptune in Aquarius represents evolution. It can carry on, rectify, 

turn around, and, most importantly, evolve. This transit will take the . 

world through the next millennium. 

Neptune Through the Houses 

NEPTUNE IN THE FIRST HOUSE 

The ego suffers and the lack of reality surrounding this native is 

emotionally difficult. He must control and alter attitudes to feel com- 

fortable with his interactions. Although he might know what he wants, 

he doesn’t know if he deserves it. Few people will really know him. 

NEPTUNE IN THE SECOND HOUSE 

This placement is not going to allow you to keep your resources to 

yourself. The inability to see clearly how others manipulate or help 

themselves to your assets will produce losses. The beauty of this as- 

pect is that if you choose to share, there will always be a refill. The 

flow is not interrupted. 

NEPTUNE IN THE THIRD HOUSE 

The need to harness and concentrate shows up as a poor student. 

This placement can create an artistic imagination if supported by the 
rest of the chart. Brothers and sisters will never be understood due to 
karmic lessons involved. 
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NEPTUNE IN THE FOURTH HOUSE 

Home and family conditions will never be clear. The native will 

find himself being sacrificed or surprised by circumstances he can’t 

control. Alcohol or other neurotic afflictions will bring unhappiness 

until the native moves away from the source. 

NEPTUNE IN THE FIFTH HOUSE 

This is a great placement for an actor. His drama is played out 

through many roles. The inability to find a love of his own can lead 

to affairs or dead-end relationships. There will be great sacrifices yet 

little rewards. Until they reach adulthood, children can prove to be a 

burden.

NEPTUNE IN THE SIXTH HOUSE 

‘This person must be his own doctor. He must resort to natural forms 

of healing. Diagnoses are almost impossible—although the symptoms 

are evident, the causes are hidden. The sensitivity of this native cre- 

ates a vulnerability that can prevent him from functioning with others. 

Isolation is not the best option, yet it is often what saves the native.

NEPTUNE IN THE SEVENTH HOUSE 

The romantic aura that surrounds any partnership undertaken can 

cloud the dependencies or imperfections of the union. Sacrifice, the 

key ‘note of Neptune, produces fantasies and dreams of the perfect 

marriage. Though he has been giving his power away, the truth is that 

the native is stronger and more capable than his partner. 

NEPTUNE IN THE EIGHTH HOUSE 

Neptune disperses all that would be gained either through a partner 

or a legacy. This native must_not use his strength for his own gain 

“because. he owes others. He will be the keeper of others’ souls. He 

could be an excellent financier if he serves the public. 
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NEPTUNE IN THE NINTH HOUSE 

The mind of this individual becomes clouded, rendering him un- 

able to articulate. His thoughts might be high-minded or mystical but 

not tangible. This person might give the impression that he lacks sym- 

pathy because he will indulge in intellectual, theoretical concepts 

while missing the emotional contact. 

NEPTUNE IN THE TENTH HOUSE 

This Saturn house extracts a karmic lesson. The native will never 

receive credit for work done unless he has earned it. Authority in this 

person’s life will have proved irresponsible. He must therefore take 

the mature role and overcome his obstacles. 

NEPTUNE IN THE ELEVENTH HOUSE 

All dreams and hopes can be fulfilled if they are defined and sup- 

ported. This native must be careful of whom he calls friend. He must 

understand human nature to avoid the deception that surrounds him. 

Others will want to ride his coattails. 

NEPTUNE IN THE TWELFTH HOUSE 

Since Neptune rules the twelfth house, we would think all is well. 

Not true. This placement can be the cause of irrational fears. A feeling 

of isolation can stress the native until he is ill. Finding a connection 

to a deity or fellow man can keep this native from suffering.

PLUTO 

Pluto is a small, dense planet situated in the outermost position 
among all the planets. 
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Pluto, which was discovered in 1930, ushered in extraordinary world 

changes. The discovery of Pluto precipitated the Great Depression in 

the United States and the rise of Nazism in Europe. 

Pluto takes 248 years to revolve around the Sun, but its course is 

erratic—since its discovery, it has increased in velocity, spending less 

and less time in each sign. It has speed, it carries information, it has 

the ability to awake and shake and bring things to the surface. Pluto 

rules earthquakes; it rules anything that is subterranean, whether at 

the physical, emotional, or mental level. 

Wherever Pluto is in your chart, it makes enormous demands. It 

will provide the greatest challenges of your life. Since Pluto moves 

quickly through each constellation, it produces rapid changes, gener- 

ational changes. Although there is no permanency with Pluto, it never 

winds up taking away what you need. 

‘The regenerative powers of Pluto are endless. Enormous strength 

in the human being is projected through Pluto. Pluto is authentic, but 

Pluto requires mastery. It will not let you get away with faking it. 

Pluto is a hard taskmaster, but it will also give you that which no one 

can take away. 

The positive expression through Pluto is a willingness, a grace that 

you accept, a calmness that allows you to transform and function. It 

takes you deep inside your soul and subconscious and brings forth that 

which is already within you. Pluto allows you to make contact with 

yourself and grow. 

The negative expression through Pluto is an intensity that can lead 

to destruction or death. It can create a loss of balance, getting com- 

pletely out of kilter and becoming obsessive and willful. 

Pluto exemplifies the law of retribution—what you set forth, you 

are going to receive back in spades. Not just in action but in intent. 

PLUTO RETROGRADE 
Pluto is generational. During its long revolution, many people will 

be born within each of its aspects. If Pluto is in retrograde motion, 

which it is for about six months of the year, half of the population will 

be born with a retrograde Pluto. This group of people is not necessarily 

going to act according to the rest of the group. These individuals will, 

sooner or later, stand out within that generation. They will either be 

famous or infamous. 
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Pluto Through the Signs’ 

PLUTO IN TAURUS 

The most memorable and perhaps most important aspect of Pluto 

in Taurus is that those people born within this era left an important 

legacy: the birth of psychiatry. During the transit of Pluto in Taurus, 

the world was influenced by such eminent people as Sigmund Freud 

and his student Carl Jung. 

The word psychiatry was invented at that time. The generation born 

with this evolving concept saw medicine take a new step—the intro- 

duction of the body/mind connection. This concept would take many 

years to be polished and accepted. Nevertheless, generations would 

eventually be affected by the seed that was planted with Pluto in 

‘Taurus. 

PLUTO IN GEMINI 

Pluto in Gemini is a collector of information. It produces commu- 

nication and expression. This was an era of communicating, talking 

about, and introducing. 
While Pluto was in Gemini, the world began to shrink. Airplanes 

were bringing countries closer together, which allowed people to visit 

other continents. The automobile shortened the distance between 

towns and states. The world was suddenly as close as our doorstep. 

PLUTO IN CANCER 

During the transit of Pluto in Cancer, the United States isolated 

itself from the rest of the world under the guise of “‘patriotism.” The 

results would be a war that would send men to places and experiences 

they were ill prepared to face. The United States faced an economic 

and emotional depression that would unite people in a common cause. 

*Since Pluto was not discovered until 1930, its astrological influence before that time 
can only be reflected upon in retrospect, beginning with its placement in Taurus at the 
turn of the twentieth century. 

Pluto’s coming transit through the signs of Capricorn, Aquarius, and Pisces—where 
its influence has yet to be determined—is difficult to speculate upon at this time and, 
therefore, is omitted. However, as we approach the Aquarian Age, it is likely that Pluto’s 
influence in these remaining signs will be one of transition and increased spiritual de- 
velopment. 
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Emotions and intuitions are brought to the surface of those with 
Pluto in Cancer, and they can be either heightened or displaced. 

PLUTO IN LEO 

When Pluto was in Leo, dictators became prominent and there was 
a struggle for world power. That was exemplified by two wars: World 

War II and the Korean War. The sneak attack on Pearl Harbor and 

the appeasement of European dictators, which allowed them to do as 

they pleased, illustrate the most negative part of the authoritarian qual- 
ity of Pluto in Leo. 

Individuals with this placement can be either power hungry or am- 

bitious for the good of society. 

PLUTO IN VIRGO | 
During this period, people stopped surrendering themselves to phy- 

sicians and became interested in vitamins and organic food— the self- 

help concept was born. Society adopted an attitude of cleanliness, 

whether at home, in restaurants, hospitals, or cities. New laws and 

ordinances were instituted to protect food and water. This was an era 

that advocated purity and all things unadulterated. 

Those born with Pluto in Virgo make excellent nurses, doctors, 

healers, and even chefs and innkeepers. They are careful and metic- 

ulous, caught up in all that is soothing and clean, maintaining the 

beauty in simplicity. 

PLUTO IN LIBRA 

Pluto in Libra signaled not only a need for equality, symmetry, and 

balance, but it also dealt with equilibrium. This was very releyant.to 

partnerships. Pluto in Libra made absolutely certain that the egos of 

the partners in a relationship were, indeed, considered equal, making 
sure that on one did n not ot weaken. or overpower. Without Tespect a ‘and trust 

for a partner, there i is no advancement.

PLUTO IN SAGITTARIUS 

This is the time of Pluto in Sagittarius. It’s Pluto to Jupiter, and 

Jupiter deals with relating. Jupiter gives Sagittarius a cognitive ability, 

and Pluto rules the collective unconscious. Strides will be made over 

the next few years, certainly with the generation now being born. This 

generation cares about their fellow man. They can see things from a 

global perspective, cross cultures, understand and embrace the for- 

eigner. Pluto in Sagittarius is going to formulate a brand-new human 
community in which the fellow man is understood.

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Pluto Through the Houses 

PLUTO IN THE FIRST HOUSE 

This placement calls for the native to become aware of the changes 

and extremes that his ego will undergo. If he becomes timid and afraid, 

he will suffer personality wounds. If he becomes overbearing, rejection 

will destroy his confidence. Balance is the lesson Pluto calls for in this 
house. 

PLUTO IN THE SECOND HOUSE 

In this house, Pluto carries the memory and fears of the miser. If 

the native learns to acquire, share, enjoy, and not hoard, he will keep 

the flow of prosperity going. If he becomes self-absorbed, he will have 

to reconstruct his financial life over and over until the correct approach 

can overcome his negative tactics.

PLUTO IN. THE NINTH HOUSE 

This is the house where the mind can go deep into the subcon- 

scious and explore the ‘‘source,”’ such as reincarnation and/or other 

systems. Unfortunately, it can lead to a fear that produces fanatics or 

people who force their beliefs on others. 

PLUTO IN THE TENTH HOUSE 

The struggle that is inherent in this position can swing the native 
from being a recluse to being before the public, The success of the 
native is attained by hard work and mastery. The willingness to share 
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knowledge, to have patience with others, and to act with diplomacy 
results in rewards. 

PLUTO IN THE ELEVENTH HOUSE 

Pluto will attract all measure of help, so be careful of the source. 
Choosing friends and activities wisely is important or you can find 

yourself dragged through the mud. The high level of Pluto can pro- 

duce a much admired and/or followed leader. Objectives and goals are 

achieved with a little help from friends.

The native seems to 

have a beforehand knowledge that can create inspiration or misery.

Chapter Seven 

Planetary Relationships 

and Movement 

Aspects 
An aspect is the angle formed by two or more planets in relationship 

to each other. Collectively, the various aspects bring a chart to life. 

Aspects are to be looked at simply as opportunities, some of which 

are difficult, some of which are frustrating, some of which are easy, 

and some of which are great. An aspect creates a potential—it is en- 

ergy, and what you choose to do with this energy is entirely up to you; 

you make it either positive or negative. 

There are many different aspects: squares, oppositions, conjunc- 

tions, trines, sextiles, quincunx, grand trines, grand crosses, and tee 

squares. Some of these are hard aspects, meaning that they present 

challenges but can inevitably produce more powerful or strengthening 

effects. Some are soft aspects, meaning that their influence is easy and 

free flowing. 

L] SQUARE 
If two planets in your chart are 90 degrees apart, they form a square. 

A square is a powerful position. Without squares in your chart, you’re 

never going to get off your duff and get anything done. A square is 
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blocked energy, but it also creates a need to work things out. It is 

a hard aspect, but it has significance in a chart because it is an ener- 
gizer. 

Each square carries within it a quality that must be reconciled. 

It is the type of quality that makes you better as you get older. If 

you look at any chart of a successful person, there are sure to be 
squares. 

o° OPPOSITION 

When two planets are 180 degrees apart, they form an opposition. 

Opposition means just that—two planets opposing each other. It is 

also a hard aspect. 

An opposition has a midpoint where the qualities of these two plan- 

ets can be reconciled. When planets oppose each other, they are po- 

larizing, each representing the extreme end of the same polarity. 

The key word in an opposition is olyectivity. Objectivity makes us 

aware of things we are often too close to see in an unbiased fashion. 

We are usually the worst judges of ourselves. We project ourselves 

into the world with a certain attitude or set of personal intentions, but 

the world is often picking up something else. With an opposition, we 

can begin to gain awareness and understand cause and effect. We are 

given an objectivity that we don’t ordinarily possess. 

Three or more oppositions in a chart is considered a medical chart. 

It usually means there is going to be hell to pay, most likely at the 

physical level. Too many oppositions make for a sick person. If that 

is the case in your chart, it’s important to work to reconcile these 

polarities. That can be accomplished with a change of attitude. 

o CONJUNCTION 
A conjunction occurs when two planets come together within a few 

degrees (up to 10 degrees, depending on the power of the planet). A 

conjunction is considered a hard aspect. 

Conjunctions often occur when two planets are within the same 

constellation. They can also be in different constellations as long as 
the distance between those planets is less than 10 degrees. 

Because it produces a power, a conjunction demands that you work 

through these planets at the same time. When a planet transits close 

to another planet and triggers it, it is called an approach. An approach 
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is a powerful combination because it has a relay or domino effect— 

the planet that triggers the first, triggers the second. It is a position of 

power and should be handled. 

Conjunctions often produce overbearing or demanding people. 

A TRINE 

A trine consists of three planets placed 120 degrees from one an- 

other. Trines have always been looked upon as lucky and beneficial. 

When they occur in a chart, they create a smoothness, a kind of agility 

in the personality. Learning is easier, projecting is easier, performing 

is easier—it is as though there is a harmony between intellect and 

emotion. 
A trine indicates that you develop and function with an ease and 

harmony that produce creativity. In appearance, a trine makes you feel 

as if things are coming easily to you. 

If your chart is full of trines, it can become problematic because it 

produces laziness. You feel as if you don’t have to work for anything. 

It requires an individual to use those aspects so that laziness can be 

overcome. 
If you combine a trine and a square, it creates a real dynamo. A 

square is going to give you energy and a trine is going to give you 

luck—that’s a surefire combination for success. It will give you both 

the energy and creative impetus to get your ideas up off the drawing 

board. 

* SEXTILE 

A sextile is an aspect created by two planets 60 degrees from each 

other. This is a soft aspect, not as easy as the trine, but ever so com- 

patible. 

What lies in a sextile is a chance. Two planets in a sextile aspect 

can easily be reconciled to produce opportunity. If you have a sextile 

in your chart, it is entirely up to you whether you work with the op- 
portunity or ignore it. 

Aspect Relationships 
When you have a natal chart created professionally or via computer, 

in addition to the wheel, an aspect grid may also be included (see page 



171 © Planetary Relationships and Movement 

30 for an example). The grid displays aspect relationships at the time 
of your birth in an easy-to-read format. 

Make note of the specific aspect relationships in your own chart and 

use the following guide to provide an explanation of each aspect. 

ASPECTS TO THE SUN 

(Given the close proximity of these planets, conjunctions are the 

only aspects made between Sun/Venus and Sun/Mercury.) 

Sun o Moon—A psychological orphan. The native will likely have to 

deal with the male or the female quality within himself from a personal 

point of view instead of from the perspective of his parents. 

Sun A/* Moon—There was a great deal of harmony between one’s 

parents at the time of conception leading to harmony within this na- 

tive. 

sun L] Moon—The native was born into a household where mom and 

dad were jockeying for position or simply didn’t get along, causing 

inner conflict for this individual. 

Sun o° Moon—Personal harmony must be worked out because it was 

not found between your parents at the time of your birth. 

sun o Mercury—The native communicates well and listens to himself. 

Sun o Venus—Self-love is an important factor in the development of 
this personality—more than likely, self-love was not taught. 

Sun o¢ Mars—The native possesses a great deal of energy and can be 

impulsive. 

sun A/* Mars—Deliberate and agile, the native works toward success. 

The energy in this female is attractive to males. 

sun ( Mars—Frustrated and willful, the native works with a violent 

attitude that can lead to accidents or cruel acts. 
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Sun o° Mars—Irritable and angry, this personality becomes difficult and 

bossy. The actions of females with this aspect are prone to be com- 

petitive. 

Sun o Jupiter—This aspect gives the ability to understand and relate to 

oneself. It also allows an understanding of the law of cause and effect. 

Sun A/* Jupiter—Naturally attuned to the laws of the universe, the 

native is basically healthy. A wonderful aspect for those in the medical 

field. 

Sun C1 Jupiter—Dishonest and willing to ride on the coattails of others, 

which can create an uncertain and unhealthy atmosphere. Honesty can 

help release stress and prevent health problems. 

Sun © Jupiter—This difficult aspect tends to overinflate  self- 

importance. Could lead to overeating or overspending. 

Sun o Saturn—Indicates unfinished business. The native should take 

his status in the world seriously. Know there is something he must 

personally do and develop a sense of responsibility for it. 

Sun A/* Saturn—This native doesn’t challenge. He loves to work, does 

it well, and keeps his goals in sight, no matter how difficult the road 

may be. 

Sun L] Saturn—E pitomizes “‘self-fulfilling prophesy.” The native is neg- 

ative and fearful and, eventually, hardens. He receives what he gives. 

His body will become rigid and painful. 

Sun °° Saturn—This aspect gives a native a chance to see what his 

attitudes can produce. He will attract people who will ‘‘do him one 

better” and force him to deal with his egocentricity. 

Sun o Uranus—Prophetic but untimely, the native must learn discre- 

tion. His strong will can lead to impulsiveness. The female finds her 
femininity a handicap. 

Sun A/* Uranus—The forces of the collective unconscious come to the 
foreground. The personality is independent, original, and unconven- 
tional, but not good for intimacy. 
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Sun L] Uranus—This aspect is very difficult to live with. The native 
can be impulsive, rude, and rebellious. His life will take sudden 

changes, some of which will go nowhere. 

Sun o° Uranus—This native’s life is subject to unexpected and uncon- 

trollable conditions. He will be a victim of the whims or wills of others. 

He must learn to roll with the punches. 

Sun o Neptune—A misunderstood personality. The male appears to be 

romantic or mystical but is, in fact, lazy. The female comes across as 

a “‘whatever you want me to be” type, who still holds to her own 

agenda. 

Sun A/* Neptune—Whatever talents have been accumulated through 

past lives will surface. This native is a multitalented person, who can 

excel in any field and have great staying power. 

Sun L] Neptune—The native must serve or sacrifice. Past life debts are 

to be collected. 

Sun o° Neptune—This native “‘can’t see the forest for the trees.”’ Others 
will bring disappointment through unstable and chaotic situations. ‘The 

native must learn to let go and avoid obsessive patterns of behavior. 

Sun o Pluto—Power in the most raw conditions. Negative views will 
produce infamy but a positive attitude will attain the highest position 

within one’s environment. 

sun A/* Pluto—Success will come. Strength and self-awareness cut a 

path toward achieving one’s personal goals. The ability to empower 

others attracts support and admiration. 

Sun L] Pluto—Negative but strong-willed, this individual can be ruthless 

and egotistical. He can draw the worst of the underworld. 

sun o° Pluto—The danger of giving his power away to partners and/or 

associates is his emotional pitfall. This can lead to a brutality or jeal- 

ousy that makes him self-destructive.

ASPECTS TO THE MOON

municator. His brain is in gear before he speaks. He thinks on his feet 

and shows coordination between emotions and logic. 

Moon CL] Mercury—The objective of this native is to feel and think in 

harmony. He could bring troubles to himself through the written word. 

Moon o® Mercury—This native doesn’t hold back his opinion—he’ll 

give it whether he’s asked to or not. The results are that he will suffer 

in kind ...and the payback hurts. 

Moon o Venus—Love is in the air—when one love dies, another is 

waiting in the wings for this individual. The endowed physical beauty 

gives an opportunity to choose between love and the magnetic attrac- 

tion of beauty. 

Moon A/* Venvs—Pleasant, sedate, and orderly, this native, in an ar- 

tistic atmosphere, can acquire financial security. 

Moon L] Venus—Sloppy, especially with the feelings of others, this na- 

tive has little or no knowledge of sisterhood. 

Moon o° Venus—This aspect brings objectivity to the native. By ob- 

serving the actions of others, the native realizes what he has brought 

upon himself. This can help overcome lovelessness. 

Moon o Mars—This aspect creates a bad temper and volatile situations. 

It also means that although a mother might have attended to this child 

responsibly and well, she might not have bonded a well as she could 
have. 

Moon A/* Mars—Energy plus controlled emotions make for an ease 
of actions and a great lover. Vitality and recuperative powers prove 
healing. 
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Moon () Mars—An aggressive, self-centered character who will use the 

opposite sex for personal gratification. He will carry over into his life 
what his angry mother provided. 

Moon o° Mars—Use restraint or suffer. This native will attract what he 

hates most. Emotional upheavals will be constant irritations that can 

only be overcome by patience and a loving attitude. 

Moon o Jupiter—A guardian angel is at work—whatever this native 

touches turns to gold. There is a protection bestowed upon him that 

makes for a safe life. The native must not allow food to be his com- 

panion. 

Moon A/* Jupiter—The ability to believe in oneself brings success. 

This, coupled with the assistance of others, makes for a shared joy. 

The environment supports all endeavors. 

Moon CI Jupiter—Control over diet or other indulgences is a must. Re- 
lating to others can overcome the narcissistic attitude of the native. 

Moon © Jupiter—The law of cause and effect is at work here. The 

native attracts what he projects even when he is not conscious of the 

action. His secret heart is revealed. 

Moon o Saturn—This difficult and frustrating aspect has the native in 

the grip of payback. Feeling sorry for himself will find him alone. 

Mother did little or no nurturing so he must be careful not to make 

others pay for this. 

Moon A/* Saturn—Responsibility for accomplishments is key in this 

aspect. The native will take his family, job, and public duty seriously. 

He can withstand aloneness while serving others. 

Moon (] Saturn—This aspect signifies a cold, difficult relationship with 

mother. To overcome inherent fear and depression, this native needs 

to cultivate as much love as he can. 

Moon 0° Saturn—This aspect provides a chance to overcome the rigidity 

that Saturn imposes. Materialism is exciting and can provide many 

things as long as it is not handled in a cold and unresponsive way. 
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Moon o Uranus—This aspect has difficulty relating to mother, therefore 

early training is not accepted. If lucky, intuition will prevent the native 

from creating more problems than he can handle. If not, the body pays. 

Moon A/* Uranus—Potential for genius. Mental capacities and intui- 

tion combine to produce a creative and far-reaching individual who 

can adapt to sudden changes. 

Moon ( Uranus—Unstable and willful, this person can create impos- 

sible relationships. Not successful at parenting, since nurturing re- 

quires calm, consistent, and loving acts that are difficult for this native 

to perform. 

Moon o© Uranus—This ambitious and energetic native has to be careful 

of his goals and who he enlists in his pursuits. The wrong people can 

influence him or support his willfulness, which can result in sorrow. 

Moon ¢ Neptune—This sensitive and emotionally responsive native can 

overload. Diagnosis of his health is unclear as he seldom shows symp- 

toms. Drugs are a problem as he poisons easily. The best medicine is 

sleep. 

Moon A/* Neptune—Psychic abilities abound. The native must learn 

to protect himself since he cannot tolerate friction and chaos. Music, 

drama, and writing release a creative side of this personality. 

Moon (1 Neptune—The family, particularly mother, may suffer from 

many afflictions leaving this native with many insecurities and limi- 

tations. Until this personality develops a willingness to act, he will not 

acquire self-confidence. 

Moon o° Neptune—This person must take a leap of faith to conquer 
the fears that cause his limitations. He must keep his head on straight 

and overcome the doubts that surface whenever he “overthinks”’ 

things. 

Moon o Pluto—This powerful aspect requires discipline to prevent 

takeovers. Mother, while influential, is a presence that has to be di- 

minished for a while so that this native can discover himself. This is 

a great aspect for a psychologist, since it allows this person to become 

attuned to the needs of others. 
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Moon A/* Pluto—This aspect brings a sense of survival that overcomes 

any event. This native can rise above the impossible. This comes not 
from luck, but from strength. 

Moon C1 Pluto—Patience and tolerance must be learned from others or 

else this individual will find himself alone and unsupported. Emotional 

upheavals will be part of his life. 

Moon o® Pluto—An attraction to a powerful partner will have many 

ramifications whether good or bad. Emotional ties can lead to unor- 

thodox liaisons. Even when misunderstood, this native attracts others 

to him. 

ASPECTS TO MERCURY 

(Note: Given the close proximity of these planets, the only aspects 

made between Mercury and Venus are conjunction and sextile.) 

Mercury o Venus—Charming and mannered, this refined and artistic 

individual will be offended by coarse or crass communications. 

Mercury * Venus—There is just enough ability for this native to be 

friendly, sociable, and pleasant... but don’t expect much more. 

Mercury o Mars—Mentally aggressive, this native can become argu- 

mentative, sarcastic, and blunt, which, unless tempered by thought, 

will turn off many people. 

Mercury A/* Mars—A clever fellow with a quick mind and wit. His 
sense of reason and mental dexterity makes for a fine student of any 

abstract subject. 

Mercury L] Mars—A bad temper needs to be overcome or accidents 
will occur. Irritability will affect the nervous system of this native and 

the body will pay the price with muscle spasms. 

Mercury o© Mars—If he uses his energies well, this native can perse- 
vere and reach his goals. If not, he will find himself a victim of bad 

press: 
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Mercury o Jupiter—A philosophical mind and a generous soul. This 

native will be paid in kind. If he is not lazy or stubborn, he will enjoy 

abundance. 

Mercury A/* Jupiter—Good judgment and awareness of possibilities 

will help this native to cope with even the most difficult of circum- 

stances. He keeps the faith and reaps the benefits of positive thinking. 

Mercury OC Jupiter—The native with this aspect cannot keep his prom- 

ises. His intentions are good, but he bites off more than he can chew. 

He can procrastinate and become physically ill when his goals are not 

reached. 

Mercury 0° Jupiter—Depending on the polarities, this aspect can pro- 

duce stubbornness and unbiased opinions or good judgment and co- 

operation. 

Mercury o Saturn—A serious personality whose hard work, coupled 

with ambition, can lead to success but cost him the joys of life. 

Mercury A/* Saturn—This native takes the responsibility of education 

seriously. He has an excellent memory and practical attitudes that re- 

sult in success in his profession. He will make sure his portfolio is up 

to date. 

Mercury C] Saturn—Negative thinking is easy but causes depression. 

This native must work to clear his mind of the negative to avoid and 

overcome the psychosomatic conditions that can afflict him. 

Mercury o® Saturn—Separation seems to plague this life. Loneliness 

becomes the result of distrust and suspicion. This can be overcome 

by efforts to reach out. 

Mercury o Uranus—When the energies of this aspect are harnessed, it 

creates a superior mind. But let those same energies run wild and it 
will bring destruction. 

Mercury A/* Uranus—This aspect is quick and ahead of the pack, but 

can lose patience with those who are not similarly endowed. Individ- 

uality can be well expressed through writing. 
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Mercury L] Uranus—The mental forces are strong, intuitive, and pro- 

phetic here but this native is seldom understood. He will not be taken 

seriously unless he harnesses his mental energies and develops tact. 

Mercury o° Uranus—Thoughts are erratic and difficult to explain. This 
native will display impatience, which compounds his nervousness and 

sometimes confusing communications.

ment them. The native enters the void and returns inspired. 

Mercury L) Neptune—This position creates an illusion that will even- 
tually undress the native. He must take seriously, and depend on, his 

own mental faculties as opposed to picking someone else’s mind. 

Mercury o® Neptune—What we don’t see in ourselves, others do. There 

is a great deal of suffering from the reactions of others to a ‘“‘wishy- 

washy”’ attitude. 

Mercury o Pluto—This aspect is the signature of psychologists, psychi- 

atrists, and anyone else who deals with the collective unconscious. 

Mercury A/* Pluto—This agile mind can absorb and retain information 
to everyone’s surprise. He can move groups with his logic and influ- 

ence with his emotions. 

Mercury C1 Pluto—This powerful aspect requires tempering as it can 

lead to workaholic types. This is a person whose intensity will burn 

him out. 

Mercury o® Pluto—Insight and inner strength help to smooth a conflict 

that is ever present in this native. The world will see him as a rock 

while -he longs for tender love. 
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ASPECTS TO VENUS 

Venus o Mars—Love or lust... which is it? This aspect will challenge 

the native until he can distinguish between the two and act accord- 

ingly. 

Venus A/* Mars—One hand washes the other. Cooperation, love, and 

kindness add up to tranquillity. The success will be seen in matters 

of love and money. 

Venus L] Mars—The responses of this native tend to feed cruel and 

violent acts. He must learn to control himself or he will be battered. 

Venus o° Mars—This native has to be aware of the mood swings that 

trigger his responses. Practicing self-control is his best ally. 

Venus o Jupiter—The grace bestowed on this aspect takes the native 
far both socially and professionally. This aspect can also produce a 

detached but cultured personality. 

Venus A/* Jupiter—This position gives the native a softer approach to 

others. He will be aware of others’ needs, and while he prospers in all 

areas, he will also share. 

Venus C] Jupiter—The need for controlling what would ordinarily be 

considered good fortune shows up in this aspect. This abundance can 

lead to over-indulgences that will be manifested in the body.

The sensitive nature of this individual loves music and 

tranquil surroundings. He doesn’t do well in the corporate world. 

Venus L] Neptune—This aspect can be overcome by being loving toward 

all in a universal sense.

Venus o€ Pluto—This native can find himself in a love triangle... and 

he will lose. Loving without vested interest will be far more rewarding 

and safe. 

ASPECTS TO MARS 

Mars o Jupiter—The energy produced by this combination can be ei- 

ther dangerous or inspired. If not disciplined, it’s merely risk-taking. 

If controlled, physical stress can be avoided. 

Mars A/* Jupiter—The expansion of Jupiter can bring an abundance 
of energy to the athlete or mental prowess to the philosophical mind. 

The ease of this combination allows for completion of all tasks.

Jupiter o Saturn—This native can be effective when wise enough to get 

the hang of his life’s expanding path. 

Jupiter A/* Saturn—This aspect doesn’t let you kid yourself. The na- 

tive works for what he desires and achieves. 

Jupiter O Saturn—This aspect calls for the native to face his responsi- 

bilities. In not doing so, he can flitter away his talents and opportu- 

nities. 

Jupiter ~© Saturn—Reclusive or outgoing? The choice will be made 
through the maturation process. 

Jupiter o Uranus—The ability to couple strong intuition with creative 

powers makes this combination forceful if not unconventional. 

Jupiter A/* Uranus—Whatever the native pursues is attained. Good 

fortune allows him to capitalize on all opportunities. 

Jupiter 1] Uranus—Patience will calm the irritability of this aspect. The 

mind is fast and follow-through is spontaneous. 

Jupiter 6° Uranus—Religious pursuit will cause this native to challenge 

the dogma of established institutions. Judgment must be checked to 

see if it is trustworthy. 
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Jupiter « Neptune—The emotions are on a roller-coaster ride. This as- 
pect can have the native paying lip service when his courage fails. 

Jupiter A/>* Neptune—The chance to put together thought and action 

results in a sedate, kind, and almost mystical personality. 

Jupiter C1 Neptune—Constrict thoughts and actions or fall into the hands 

of unscrupulous people. 

Jupiter 9° Neptune—Watch the body—it will pay for all lack of control. 

Stop depending on others; heal thyself. 

Jupiter o Pluto—A leader must attain self-mastery. Only then can he 
achieve with ease the recognition, admiration, and cooperation of oth- 

ers.

Jupiter Pluto—This aspect doesn’t assure one’s power, which leads 

to constant testing. This can be a waste of time, bringing only self- 

deception.

ASPECTS TO SATURN 

Saturn o Uranus—This native usually shows only the tip of the iceberg. 

The danger lies in an unexpected reaction that can destroy all of his 

accomplishments. 

Saturn A/* Uranus—This native can sort the value of the old from the 

outmoded. He grows toward the new without offending. 

Saturn C1] Uranus—The way to freedom is to face responsibilities. When 

that is done, Uranus will drive this native. 
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Saturn o© Uranus—Security drawn from what is tried and true can lead 

to boredom. Avoid impulsive acts for they will not remedy this situa- 

tion. There could be many losses. 

Saturn o Neptune—Neptune can deepen fears, and depression can lead 

to withdrawal. Facing limitations will lead to forward movement. 

Saturn A/* Neptune—Psychic abilities can produce tangible results. 

Saturn CL] Neptune—Perhaps the hardest of aspects, this native endures 

irrational fears. Safety lies in acquiring a God-oriented philosophy. 

Saturn o© Neptune—Striking a balance between spirituality and mate- 

rialism can benefit this native. He will find himself having to choose 

constantly. 

Saturn o Pluto—This native cannot handle superficial people or acts. 

His seriousness about life leads him to sort out what is truly important. 

Saturn A/* Pluto—This slow, methodical, and trustworthy native will 

succeed in his endeavors but must not expect others to function as he 

does. 

Saturn C) Pluto—The need to express individuality may cause pain and 

upheaval. Lessons will be passed on for the use of future generations. 

Saturn o© Pluto—What is brought by this aspect to the native can be 

the greatest challenge of his life. To hang on, no matter how unfair, 

difficult, or trying, is to conquer the fear of all vulnerability. 

ASPECTS TO URANUS 

Uranus o Neptune—There is an insecurity about personal freedom. Re- 

form of social or personal conditions will be made. New drugs on the 
market might have adverse effects. 

Uranus A/* Neptune—The realization that one has a spirit and the 

desire to express it occurs with this aspect. Those around might not 

understand or see the value. Go for it. 
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Uranus L] Neptune—Keep the mind healthy, whether by good nutrition 

or a positive attitude. Avoid joining strange groups without investigat- 

ing carefully. What is new is not necessarily good. 

Uranus 6° Neptune—Putting a handle on what this aspect can bring will 

require a great deal of grounding. The opportunity to rise above a 

boring life can lead to strange encounters. Be careful. 

Uranus o Pluto—This aspect prompts changes. It brings cleansing and 

healing of the environment, medicine, or one’s psyche. 

Uranus A/* Pluto—There will be a slow but methodical exploration of 

one’s life. The result will be changes, growth, and transformation. Kar- 

mic debts are being paid. 

Uranus O Pluto—This native is prone to upheaval and will not be able 

to stay put. Regeneration of the self becomes a must for survival. 

Uranus © Pluto—Life is filled with deception and upheaval. One must 
learn to take it in stride. 

ASPECTS TO NEPTUNE 

Neptune o Pluto—Adventurous personality with unusual ideas and ob- 

jectives. 

Neptune A/* Pluto—Justice in all endeavors is key. 

Neptune C1 Pluto—Persevering, knowing what is right, and gently letting 

go of what is not, will prevent falling into the wrong hands. 

Neptune Be Pluto—It’s time to clean closets and unload material or men- 

tal/psychological debris. Lighten the load and live. 

ZA QUINCUNX 

A quincunx is a 150-degree angle between two planets. Since this 

aspect is 30 degrees short of being an opposition, it leaves you flapping 

in the breeze. 
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A quincunx creates a difficulty, an irritation, or a lack of harmony. 

It is called a neurotic genius aspect, which is not a bad thing. Oriental 

philosophy says that to polish a gem, there must be friction. In a quin- 

cunx, there is enormous friction. If you are grumpy, crabby, and not 

working out or reconciling your feelings, that’s all you’re ever going 

to be and you will get stuck in your tracks. But if you use a quincunx 

well, the byproduct of friction and discord will be harmony. 

GRAND TRINE 

When the three Sun Signs of each element (fire, earth, air, or water) 

are all in trine position to each other, it is called a grand trine. Although 

trines are considered lucky, a grand trine is basically equated with 

laziness and a lackadaisical attitude. 

GRAND CROSS 
A grand cross is created by the four signs of any quadruplicity being 

in a square to one another. The “‘cross”’ is formed by the two sets of 

oppositions that intersect in the chart. A grand cross influences the 

mind/body connection of a chart. This is a difficult aspect to handle 

because, although it can be dynamic, it is also hard to keep this energy 

in balance. As they say, what doesn’t kill you will make you stronger. 

There are three types of grand crosses, each emphasizing the 

unique quality of either cardinal, fixed, or mutable: 

Cardinal Grand Cross—The cardinal grand cross represents initiation and 

action, powerful energies that can destroy or create. It is will versus 

soul, reflecting where you have taken your soul, where you stand, and 

your status in this world. 

Fixed Grand Cross—In the fixed grand cross, the strength of body and 
mind will be challenged. To know oneself, be disciplined, and give 

to others requires a trust that individuals with this cross do not natu- 

rally possess. This is the embodiment of the paradox of ‘“‘what you 
hold, you will lose; what you give, you will have.” 

Mutable Grand Cross—The mutable grand cross creates a nervous ten- 

sion that is calling for change. One must give up, change, or release 

uncertainty. It is time to review, not criticize. 
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TEE SQUARE 

Suppose one of the four planets was missing from a grand cross— 

you have an opposition and two squares, but there’s an empty leg. So, 

instead of having four planets in square positions to one another, you 

only have three. That is what is called a tee square. And it is really 
going to throw you out of kilter. 

The tee square can only be reconciled by the empty leg. The 

empty leg creates the ability to reconcile the other three planets, but 

not with ease. It is always a difficult situation when you have a tee 

square. It brings a lot of energy, but you must learn to use and direct 

that energy in a way that is advantageous to yourself and for the ben- 

efit of others. Although tee squares are difficult, they can, ultimately, 

show you the way. They keep your strength up. They:are necessary: 

to accomplish. 

TRANSITS 

The day, hour, and place of your birth create your natal chart. 

That’s a frozen moment of time that will not change. However, all the 

planets represented in your chart at the time of your birth have now 

moved on, each according to its own velocity. That movement is called 

a separation aspect. This is important because maturation occurs 

through the impact of planets as they continue to move—to transit. 

That frozen moment of your birth is a recording of your innate and 

inherited traits, personality, and potential. The natal chart and its as- 

pects are important because they form your foundation. ‘To understand 

what can be developed out of that foundation and how you handle 

this maturation will be influenced by transits. 

To find out past, present, and future transits, you can consult the 

following resources: 

* an ephemeris 

¢ one of many astrological Internet sites 

¢ daily newspaper horoscopes (transits are often men- 

tioned) 

* a monthly astrology periodical or annual horoscope/ 

forecast book 
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RETROGRADE TRANSITS 

A retrograde is an apparent backward motion—a loss of velocity in 

comparison to the Earth. The highest level of tension will occur at the 

point where the planet appears to be stationary before retrograding. 

Each planet will carry its own message and will affect your chart ac- 

cordingly. 

Mercury Retrograde—This happens three times a year, always in a dif- 

ferent constellation; therefore, some will be easy to handle and others 

will be difficult. Communications will be delayed or lost. Signing of 

contracts or other commitments will be unclear. You will have wished 

you read the small print. Luckily, this retrograde lasts for only three 

weeks. 

Venus Retrograde—Venus will be retrograding for six weeks, during 

which time there will be an effect on women at large. Diplomacy will 

more than likely get us what we need even during this difficult time. 

Mars Retrograve—This occurs for ten weeks every two years. This cycle 

gives us a chance to review our jobs or love affairs. If all is well, a 

direct Mars will not destroy the relationship. We will probably stay on 

the job but look toward a promotion. 

Jupiter Retrograde—Jupiter spends two and a half months retrograding. 

The point of retrograde varies from year to year, but the effects are 

important to the chart. It is an opportunity to see if you are aware of 

how you relate to others. The retrograde will give feedback on the 

effects. 

Saturn Retrogradve—Saturn retrogrades for about four and a half months. 

You can be sure you will note it because it takes your energy and 

forces you to be patient. It asks that you sort out your responsibilities 
and apply yourself to worthwhile endeavors. 

Uranus Retrograve—Uranus retrogrades for about five months. It will 
give you the opportunity to review that new idea you thought was 
great. Will it work out? Build a better mousetrap or work with time. 
This retrograde forces a closer look at unconventionalites. 
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Neptune Retrograde—Neptune retrogrades for about five months. Be- 
cause it is in each house for fourteen years, it is important to under- 

stand the house in which it is retrograding. The fear that can surface 

during a Neptune retrograde can destroy the positive creativity of the 

individual. 

Pluto Retrograde—Pluto retrogrades for about six months. Its travel is 

slow and eccentric, causing great stress for the house it is occupying. 

The opportunity to rectify your goals is present, as Pluto provides a 

wealth of information.

affliction: An unfavorable aspect to a planet in an astrological chart. 
air signs: The three Sun Signs associated with mentality—Gemini, 

Libra, and Aquarius. 

ascendant: The sign of the Zodiac rising over the eastern horizon at 

the time of birth. Also referred to as the rising sign. 

aspect: The relationship between planets measured in degrees. 

astrological chart: A diagram of the placement of planets in signs and 

houses of a pivotal, timed moment of inception such as a birth, 

marriage, start of a business, and so on. 

astrology: The art and science of analyzing human development and 

events by the effects of the position and movement of zodiacal 

signs and planets. 

birth chart: A diagram of the placement of planets in signs and houses 
at a person’s date and time of birth. 

cardinal cross: A group of four signs—Aries, Cancer, Libra, and Cap- 

ricorn—that are positioned in opposition to one another in the 

natural Zodiac and share similar characteristics of initiative and 

action. 

collective unconscious: Term coined by psychologist Carl Jung that 

refers to the concept of a universal field or bank of knowledge 

that can be tapped by those who are psychically evolved. 
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conjunction: Two planets that occupy the same position or degree or 

are in close proximity to each other. 
constellation: A band of stars in the universe. Twelve of these bands 

represent the twelve signs of the Zodiac. 
cross: Four planets in opposition to each other that share certain dy- 

namic qualities. There are three crosses—cardinal, fixed, and 

mutable. Also referred to as quadruplicity or mode. 

cusp: The dividing line at which an astrological sign or house begins. 

decanate: One of three 10-degree segments of a 30-degree zodiacal 

Sun Sign. 

descendant: The opposition point of the ascendant in an astrological 

chart occurring on the western horizon. Equal to the seventh 

house or sunset part of a day. 

Dragon’s Head/Dragon’s Tail: See MOON NoDEs. 
earth signs: The three Sun Signs associated with practicality and 

groundedness—Taurus, Virgo, and Capricorn. 

ecliptic: The orbit of the Earth and the apparent orbit of the Sun. 

elements: Four elements—fire, earth, air, and water—each consisting 

of three signs that share similar characteristics. Also referred to 

as triplicities. 

ephemeris: A reference guide that shows exact planetary positions for 

any day, month, or year. 

esoteric astrology: The study of the symbolic meaning of the planets 

and signs. 

fire signs: The three Sun Signs associated with enthusiasm and im- 

pulsiveness—Aries, Leo, and Sagittarius. 

fixed cross: A group of four signs—Taurus, Leo, Scorpio, and Aquar- 

ius—that are positioned in opposition to one another in the nat- 

ural Zodiac and share similar characteristics of determination and 
rigidity. 

geocentric: The astrological perspective placing the Earth rather than 

the Sun at the center of planetary movement. 

glyph: A symbol that represents an astrological sign, planet, or aspect. 

grand trine: A triangle formed by three planets positioned 120 de- 
grees from one another. 

horoscope: See ASTROLOGICAL CHART. 

houses: The twelve segments of an astrological chart. 

imum coeli (IC): See NapirR. 

karma: The results that a person’s actions bring upon himself during 
the whole of his existence. 

mandala: The birth chart or horoscope. 
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medium coeli (MC): See MIDHEAVEN. 

midheaven: The upper meridian or noon position in an astrological 
chart. Occurs in the tenth house. 

mode: See cross. 

Moon Nodes: The north and south points on the ecliptic where the 
Moon crosses it. The North Node is also referred to as the Dra- 

gon’s Head; the South Node is also referred to as the Dragon’s 
Tail. 

mutable cross: A group of four signs—Gemini, Virgo, Sagittarius, and 

Pisces—that are positioned in opposition to one another in the 

natural Zodiac and share similar characteristics of adaptability 

and flexibility. 

nadir: The lower meridian of an astrological chart or the fourth house 

(also called IC). 

natal chart: See BIRTH CHART. 
native: The person for whom a horoscope is made. 

North Node: See Moon nopes. Also referred to as the Dragon’s Head. 

opposition: Two planets that are in a 180 degree aspect to each other 

or opposing each other. 

planets: The ten celestial bodies that influence astrology. The Sun (a 

star) and the Moon (a satellite of Earth) are considered planets 

for the purposes of astrology. 

polarity: Signs in opposition to each other within the Zodiac. 
quadruplicity: See cross. 
quincunx: Two planets that are in a 150-degree aspect to each other. 

retrograde: The loss of velocity of a planet that makes it appear to 

be traveling backward. 

rising sign: See ASCENDANT. 
sextile: Two planets that are in a 60-degree aspect to each other. 

sign: The zodiacal constellation that any planet falls into in an astro- 

logical chart. 

South Node: See Moon NopEs. Also referred to as the Dragon’s Tail. 
square: Two planets that are in a 90-degree aspect to each other. 

Indicative of a difficulty that needs to be overcome. 

Sun Sign: One of the twelve signs of the Zodiac, each embodying 

unique personality characteristics. 

transit: The movement of a planet through a sign, or house, or over 

another planet. 
trine: Two planets in a 120-degree aspect to each other. Usually in- 

dicates a harmonious situation. 

triplicity: See ELEMENTS. 
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water signs: The three Sun Signs that are associated with emotion 

and sensitivity—Cancer, Scorpio, and Pisces. 
Zodiac: A belt of fixed stars that circles the Earth, divided into twelve 

sections representing the constellations of Aries, Taurus, Gemini, 
Cancer, Leo, Virgo, Libra, Scorpio, Sagittarius, Capricorn, Aquar- 

ius, and Pisces.

For a more accurate and thorough 

depiction of your birth chart, it is recommended you have your birth 

information calculated by a professional astrologer, a computer soft- 

ware program, or astrological chart service. 

Once you have looked up your planets, you can log this information 

onto the worksheet at the back of this book, or just refer to the cor- 

responding section in the preceding chapters. 

Rising Signs 
The following calculations are only valid if you were born in North 

America, and they are only approximations. If the rising sign listed 

feels inappropriate, move back to the previous sign or ahead to the 

next sign and see if these ascendant descriptions are more a reflection 

of your outward persona. 
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The following tables show Moon sign changes through the years. To 

locate the placement of your Moon, look for the year of your birth and 

then look across the column for your birth date. If your actual birth 

date is not listed, refer to the date efore your date of birth and note 

the sign listed. This will be your Moon sign.
