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he term euphemism is usually defined as “a mild or indirect word substituted for
one considered to be too harsh or blunt when referring to something unpleasant or
embarrassing.” Euphemistic talk has become so common that most of us hardly no-
tice, a fact which has led some, when looking for the restroom, water closet, W.C.,

etc. (meaning toilet) to ask whimsically to be directed to the “euphemism.”
While, indeed, the sensibilities of some may need sheltering from the pain which certain

words might cause—and certainly no one I know wants to see our language any more coars-
ened than it is already—but I wonder if we realize the price that must be paid for continuing
thus to water down our speech.

While the resort to euphemism in dealing with taboo topics is nothing new—donkey, for
example, was originally intended to take the place of the older term “ass”—but with today’s
electronically amplified mass culture at work, the process has moved from evolutionary to ex-
plosive. With political correctness, doublespeak, or worse, in play  we see the arch manipula-
tors using the tools of mass communication to reshape the language we all share to suit their
own agendas. And, though the intention often appears innocent enough, it is hard to envision
just how the process could actually help anyone. In the meantime, there is little doubt that
our common language is becoming, if not less powerful, certainly less clear. Consider, for in-
stance, the word “lame,” which was replaced with “handicapped” and then “disabled” and now
“differently-abled.” Unlike wheel chair ramps, such changes in our language, we suspect,
have afforded little practical benefit to those of limited mobility among us. The changes, how-
ever, may have helped to deaden the tongues of all of us.

There is even more at stake here, though, than meaningful syntax. Language in general
and English in particular, we suspect, has roots which not only reach deep into the human
soul but also into our primordial past where contacts with higher beings once set our ances-
tors on the path from the jungle toward the light. Indeed, from this perspective it is clear
that words and sounds have intrinsic power which can lead to healing or to destruction. This
was the understanding of the ancient wise ones and shamans and has been shared by true
poets of all ages. For these, words are not just random combinations of vowels and conso-
nants, but are, in fact, the charged conductors of light and energy from higher realms to
worlds below, or conversely, as the bearers of  darkness from regions below.

I have often quoted the philosopher Theodore Roszak on “knowledge,” the only true form
of which he said came in what he called “rhapsodic declaration”—the kind of thing said to
emanate from enlightened ancient priests and priestesses like the Oracles at Delphi. He was
talking about something which others have termed “the Holy Spirit,” a phenomenon well un-
derstood by those who have experienced it, but an enigma, if not a fraud, to those who have
not. Roszak’s insight rings true, but we wonder if the “rhapsodic declaration” he had in mind
is possible when language itself has become as contaminated as we find it today.

The next time someone tries to sell you a “previously owned” car, remember, it is still a
“used” car and would be so by any other name.

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he well-known game of arguing that
your own country or its environs was

once the site of Atlantis is still afoot. Over
the years nearly every place on earth has
been entered in the Atlantis sweepstakes.
From Emanuel Swedenborg’s Sweden, to the
claims of many anglophiles for the British
Isles, from arguments for South and North
America to the Mediterranean, all have found
new and chauvinistic ways to reinterpret
Plato. The latest comes from the Italian is-
land of Sardinia, where, not surprisingly, an
Italian is making the argument.

Journalist Sergio Frau has written a book
The Pillars of Hercules on the subject and
seems to have excited quite a bit of interest
in some sectors. In fact the United Nations
cultural heritage body UNESCO staged an
October symposium in Paris to suggest that

T

urkey and Syria are both providing new evidence for the greater
antiquity of civilization, and establishment researchers are once

again being challenged to reexamine their assumptions and readjust
their timelines.

In October, archaeologists reported finding a building in Syria
dating to 8,800 B.C. and in the meantime artifacts in Turkey have
been dated to 10,000 B.C.

The Syrian building is a large circular affair near the town of Ja’de
on the banks of the Euphrates. Eric Coqueugniot, a French archaeol-
ogist who led the investigating team, says the building takes the
shape of a bull’s head and apparently served a ceremonial purpose.
Many multicolored geometrical paintings, said to be the oldest ever
found, decorate the building.

At Gobeki Tepe in Turkey, researchers believe they have made dis-
coveries even more dramatic. Unearthed has been what could be a
temple older than the one in Syria. The sculpture of some sort of rep-
tile or dragon is carved in great detail, and many standing stones on
the site bear neolithic carvings. Klaus Schmidt, the lead archaeolo-
gist, thinks the artwork tells the story of the Garden of Eden, which
he believes represented the transition from hunter-gatherer to
agrarian society.

Like recent discoveries in the Gulf of Cambay in India and else-
where, the new finds provide evidence for advanced culture before the
end of the last ice age, but some suspect that despite all the drama,
we have, so far, barely scratched the surface of the ancient records.

T

he ancient Thracians, according to the
Iliad, were allies of the

Trojans. Now a new dis-
covery in in Bulgaria in-
dicates they were also
brain surgeons.

A skull unearthed
near the city of Svilen-
grad contains a pre-
cisely cut hole which
appears to have been for
surgery. Dated from 2500
to 1800 B.C. the skull is said
to be the first evidence of such
medical practices from Thracian times.

Archaeologist Georgi Nehrizov, who
headed the team of researchers, announced
the discovery.

Other ancient skulls with similar surgical
holes have turned up in other regions
throughout the world. Recently discoveries
in Pakistan and China show the ancients
were capable of drilling very small and very
precise holes in teeth and elsewhere, as long
as 9,000 years ago. Maybe the primitive ster-
eotyping of our ancient ancestors can soon
be replaced with a little respect.

the idea is worth serious consideration.
Plato was the earliest writer to mention

Sardinia. The island was destroyed by a nat-
ural disaster which some believe was a tsu-
nami in the third or fourth century B.C.
Frau’s main point is that Alexandrian geogra-
pher and librarian Erathothenes, in the third
and second centuries B.C., made a mistake on
the location of the Pillars of Hercules, which
became the basis of our modern designation
for the spot. Frau says the actual Pillars ref-
erenced by Plato were, in fact, on Sicily. If
true, then Sardinia, he says, becomes the ob-
vious location for Atlantis.

Frau believes the bronze age Nuragic
people, whose well-known ruins still exist,
were the Atlanteans. The Nuragic civilization
is thought to have been wiped out by a tsu-
nami around 1175 B.C.

As with most other Mediterranean-area
Atlantis theories, such as the Santorini hy-
pothesis popularized by Jacques Cousteau,
Frau’s case does not take seriously many of
Plato’s original Atlantean details such as the
island kingdom’s great size (larger than
Libya and Asia Minor combined) and great
antiquity (more than nine millennia before
Plato). By thus discounting Plato’s actual ac-
count, Frau makes himself acceptable to or-
thodox scholars, who scoff at any argument
which takes Plato at his word. The irony is
that despite the near universal rejection of
Plato’s literal Atlantis by mainstream sci-
ence, the campaign to explain him away has
never stopped.

Nuragic Ruins

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p until recently scientists have insisted
that the Americas were populated by mi-

grants from Siberia to Alaska across a land
bridge which once joined the American and
Asian continents. The great march was be-
lieved to have occurred about 10,000 years
ago. The theory has become something like
holy writ in some scientific circles. Now it
turns out that at the time the influx is said to
have occurred, the Bering Strait was actually
under water, virtually ruling out any such
scenario.

An October report in the journal Geology
says that new evidence shows that the Bering
Strait flooded into the Arctic Ocean about
11,000 years ago. In other words, about 1,000
years earlier than generally believed, so at

the time all the traffic is said to have oc-
curred, the land bridge was long gone. The
new findings are based on the best and most
complete core samples ever taken in the
region.

The time of the flooding, coincidentally,
corresponds almost exactly with the date
Plato—long before modern ice-age theory
was established—gave for the sinking of At-
lantis. 

The region overlapping the two conti-
nents, which, 11,000 years ago, was above
water, has been call Beringia and much in-
teresting speculation about its lost peoples
and their culture continues to this day. For
more on this, read Peter King’s article on the
lost city of Ipiutak elsewhere in this issue.

Archaeologists are calling it the
largest “Aztec Idol” ever, and

at 12 and a half tons the stone slab
and statue of the god Tialtecuhtli
just unearthed in Mexico City is
certainly spectacular as such
things go. Perhaps even more in-
triguing, though, was the news re-
leased in October that the entire
structure may be the door to a
hidden chamber. More, possibly
grisly, information to follow.

The site is called the Templo
Mayor and was used by the Aztecs for cere-
monial purposes, primarily human sacrifice.
Historians report that at one ceremony in
1487, thousands of victims were sacrificed—
their still-beating hearts torn from their
chests. The new find is perhaps the most sig-

nificant Aztec find ever but it was
only last year that scientists found
a 2,600-year-old, 30-ton statue in
Tamtoc, San Luis Potosi be-
longing to a much older culture. 

Some scholars believe that the
increase of human sacrifice that
came with the latter stages of the
Mayan civilization and which ac-
celerated to a near-frenzied pace
with the Aztecs was a symptom of
advancing societal decay, and one
of the reasons that the Aztecs

were so easily conquered by a handful of
Spanish conquistadores. Some have argued
that the widespread resort to abortion today
is an comparable indication of decay in
modern society, possibly foreshadowing a
similarly catastrophic result.

beam of calcium-48 until the atoms fused.
After approximately 1000 hours of bombard-

ment, the California results yielded about
three atoms and for only 0.9 milliseconds, so

any opportunity to study the chem-
istry of the new element will

have to wait for a more ro-
bust result.

Unfortunately there
are few labs in the world
which can verify the
discovery, so for now
the jury remains out
and the theoreticians
can continue to argue
the point in much the
same way that ancient

Cabalistic scholars once
debated how many angels

could sit on the head of a
pin. All of which lends weight

to charges from some quarters
that the high energy physics establish-
ment today operates very much as the
priesthood of a virtual religion in which

salvation depends upon positive peer review
and those who do not receive it are cast into
outer darkness. 

Theoretical
model of
unoctium

he esoteric physics commu-
nity was all atwitter in Oc-

tober after scientists succeeded
in teleporting light to matter.
And even though Star Trek-style
teleportation may not be in
sight yet, the so-call quantum
computer may be.

The breakthrough, using
both light and matter, came
from professor Eugene Polzik
and his team at the Niels Bohr
Institute at Copenhagen Univer-
sity in Denmark in collaboration
with the theorist Ignacio Cirac
of the Max Planck Institute for Quantum Op-
tics in Garching, Germany.

Research into quantum teleportation has
accelerated in the last few years but the Co-
penhagen experiment was the first case of
successful teleportation between objects of a
different nature—the ones representing a
“flying” medium (light), the other a “sta-
tionary” medium (atoms). Scientists believe
the discovery is important not only for fun-
damental research, but also for application
in realizing quantum computers or transmit-

ting coded data (quantum cryp-
tography). 

According to the web site
Physorg.com, transmission of
quantum information involves a
fundamental problem: Ac-
cording to Heisenberg’s uncer-
tainty principle, two comple-
mentary properties of a
quantum particle, e.g., location
and momentum, cannot be pre-
cisely measured simultaneously.
The entire information of the
system thus has to be trans-
mitted without being com-

pletely known. But the nature of the particles
also carries with it the solution to this
problem: the possibility of “entangling” two
particles in such a way that their properties
become perfectly correlated. If a certain
property is measured in one of the “twin”
particles, this determines the corresponding
property of the other automatically and with
immediate effect. 

As any Star Trek fan can tell you, with the
help of entanglement, otherwise impossible
tasks may be accomplished.

or those who remember the Steve
Martin film The Man with Two Brains

the idea of a brain operating with no need
for a body may seem very funny, but for a
growing number of researchers, the con-
cept is no joke. In fact, researchers have
made major strides lately in learning how
to wire the brains of patients to com-
puters, permitting them to do simple
tasks, communicate, and even play video
games by thought alone.

In October, at the annual meeting of
the American Neurological Association in
Chicago, John Donoghue, director of the
Brain Science Department at Brown Uni-
versity, explained how four disabled
people had been implanted with elec-
trodes in their brains which have enabled
them to control the function of com-
puters. One patient was able to pick up a
piece of candy and hand it to a doctor. A
woman suffering from Lou Gehrig’s dis-
ease and unable to speak or use her limbs
was able to write sentences which were
spoken by the computer. Other patients
were able to play video games, albeit very
slowly. In the meantime, though, re-
searchers at Washington University in St.
Louis, using grids previously installed to
deal with epilepsy, have made it possible
for a 14-year-old boy to play Space In-
vaders both rapidly and successfully,
using nothing but his mental power. 

Donaghue foresees the day when the
developing interface will allow patients to
operate  an exoskeleton by neural means
alone.

For the more paranoid among us this
all begs the question: if the mind can exer-
cise control of the external environment
by electronic means, how far could re-
searchers go in using external means to
control the mind?
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hose who think anti-gravity technology
is strictly science fiction may be in for a

shock. A venture capital consortium in the
U.K. is promoting just such a technology as
a serious investment possibility.

According to the web site ThisIs-
Money.co.uk Inventor Paul Tatham, a 66-
year-old retired mechanical engineer from
Berkshire, is seeking $470,000 to help build
a prototype anti-gravity machine. Theoreti-
cally, the device would use a coiled wire
which would be cooled to minus 260 degrees
Celsius, thus reducing its resistance to elec-
tricity. When a high-voltage direct current is
then passed through it, the rapid flow of
electrons produces a negative backward force
and the disappearance of gravity. The tech-
nology is said to be capable of lifting the
heaviest trucks and biggest ships. Tatham
has applied for a patent, and moreover, he
says he has also devised a method of ex-
tracting energy from gravity, generating
electricity without pollution.

T

or years some inventors have claimed to
be able to use water for fuel, but the day

you could put water in your car’s gas tank
has seemingly remained quite distant. Of
course, the current interest in hydrogen as
fuel could be said to spring from the same
impulse, but the costs and dangers asso-
ciated make the dream of water for fuel seem
even more remote. All of that may change
very soon though.

A Florida inventor living in, appropriately
enough, Clearwater has just patented a pro-
cess for converting water to a gas (H2O to
HHO), which is said to provide “the power of
hydrogen with the chemical stability of
water.” Dennis Klein originally was looking
for an alternative to acetylene in welding
processes, and he found it in a gas that pro-
duces a cool-to-the-touch flame but which
immediately heats any metal it touches to
the melting point. Later Klein found that he
could re-equip his 1994 Ford Escort to run
on a mixture of his gas with standard fuel,
and he says it could run on the HHO gas by
itself.

Unlike hydrogen, Klein’s gas is easily and
cheaply generated on demand requiring no
storage. Already his invention is attracting
some serious attention from government
and industry energy experts and the media.

F

espite an apparent decline in the number
of crop circles appearing in the English

countryside in 2006, at least one which did
appear had some very unusual 3D qualities.
Appearing in the first week of July near Ash-
bury, Oxfordshire, a 360-foot-diameter for-
mation seems to be a bird’s eye view of a
group of skyscrapers in a city center. As with
previous cases, the exact means by which the
circle came into existence remains a mys-
tery—theories of drunken fakery not-
withstanding.

According to Nigel Watson writing for
Wired Magazine, the circle has attracted con-

siderable attention. Crop circle researcher
Steve Alexander told Wired he was
“Stunned” by the formation. “Of late, the
crop circles seem concerned with the
moving of one dimension into another,” Al-
exander said. “This is perhaps one of the
most striking and overt expressions of that
idea to date.”

Chet Snow who hosts “Signs of Destiny”
an annual conference in Sedona, AZ devoted
to the meaning of the crop circle phenom-
enon, and who spent the 2006 summer in
England, told Atlantis Rising that there were
less than 50 circles appearing this year

which he says is the fewest since the “Har-
monic Convergence” in 1987.

Even though no one can say with cer-
tainty how the Ashbury circle—or most of the
estimated 10,000 such formations which
have been spotted in the area since 1980—
was created, it seems clear that if humans
were the authors they have done a remark-
able job, not only in their many mind-
boggling creations, but in keeping their pres-
ence hidden. And if the circles are of alien or-
igin, their true purpose remains yet a mys-
tery to most earthlings. One small
consolation, though, the Ashbury circle with
its skyscraper motif may appear to be related
to 9/11, but so far no one has suggested that
terrorists are involved.

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‘Current’ Wars & Our Lost ‘True Electric Age’

hen future historians look back on the
recorded history of the human race,

what will stand out as the most important
event? According to Nikola Tesla, the most
important event will be the day when we will
know exactly what “electricity” is. Will we
then know how to have ample electrical
power from new energy systems and live in
harmony with nature? More about that later
in this column, but first let’s look at where
we are today: 

Predictions about “Peak Oil” are flooding
bookstores and talk shows. Peak Oil means
the time when worldwide oil production
stops increasing and begins decreasing—at
the same time as China and India enter the
westernized higher-consumption scene. Pre-
dictions are dire. This month the Vancouver
International Film Festival screened a
few films about oil, and I sat through
“Crude Awakening” and a four-hour
epic from France on the history of oil
politics. The audience stumbled out of
the theater with stunned expressions. 

On the talk show circuit, sincere
scholars of scarcity, such as Richard
Heinberg, are doing their best to get
people to wake up and face facts about
the decline of easily-accessed oil and
other resources. Maybe a wake-up is
the first step toward a more conscious
civilization. I wonder if humankind
may need a reality jolt in order to rise
up and create a society at a more mature
level—of responsible stewardship of earth.
Our societies have been fighting wars rather
than admitting responsibility and uniting to
face today’s crises together. That surely will
have to change before we can have the gift of
energy abundance.

Heinberg also talks about the need for re-
turning to community—cooperation among
neighbors in a bio-region and creating self-
sufficient sustainable lifestyles. That’s cer-
tainly crucial to a vision of a more conscious
civilization, but other thinkers see further
expanded possibilities: 

While acknowledging the dangers society
faces, Thomas Valone’s successful Confer-
ence on Future Energy (www. IntegrityRe-
searchInstitute.org) last month provided
much hope for solutions to the energy prob-
lems. You can read Sterling Allan’s excellent
summary of the conference at the PESwiki
web site. CoFE’s roster of speakers was
weighted with numerous Ph.Ds, from Valone
to banquet speaker physicist Fabrizio Pinto,
a zero-point-energy researcher and entre-

maintenance of the
equipment.”

Well said. It takes a
gifted communicator
to slip past the mental
barriers out there. 

And that’s what it
takes to change our
misconceptions about
Nikola Tesla and his
claims about Radiant
Energy and his magni-
fying transmitter. I
cringe when viewing
television shows that
impress their audi-
ences with a dominant
image of Tesla as a
mere hurler of light-
ning or Mad-Scientist
inventor of beam weap-
onry. The more I learn
about his benevolent
later inventions and tie
that together with the
appreciation of nature
that he relished from

childhood onward, the more I realize he’s
been seriously misread and mis-represented.
If Tesla had hired a public relations consul-
tant—let’s make that a humanitarian p.r.
consultant—the world might be a better
place. Society might have gone in a more be-
nign direction than toward destructive en-
ergy technologies of fossil fuels and nukes. 

Lindemann says bluntly that Tesla lost
the first industrial-standards war, a struggle
that we don’t even hear about. You’ve heard
about the Battle of the Currents which pitted
Edison’s DC electrical technology against
Tesla’s AC technologies. Yes, Tesla won that
battle. But the rest of the story is that after-
ward Tesla came up with something much
better than his 60-cycle AC polyphase elec-
tricity system. Lindemann says, “We were
taught nothing about the Battle of the Closed
Path and Open Path Systems—and Tesla
lost!” 

Powerful industrialists and bankers in
New York had by then figured out how to
make their fortunes by stringing copper
wires across the continent and selling AC
electricity to everyone, as they do to this day.
Tesla’s more advanced concepts about uni-
directional impulse currents were pushed
aside.         

What exactly have we lost, through the
marginalization of Nikola Tesla’s later ideas? 

The answer is stunning. Lindemann, ex-
ploring a path of discoveries laid out in
Tesla’s writings and illuminated more re-

preneur. Does that
mean any increase in
credibility in the eyes
of the public? Not un-
less the news about
non-conventional en-
ergy research gets
much wider exposure
to the public.

A Tesla 150-Year
Congress near Heidel-
berg is one of two ve-
nues in Germany
where I’ve been in-
vited to speak next
month. At the Tesla
memorial I’m fo-
cusing on an impor-
tant presentation
given by Dr. Peter
Lindemann at this
year’s TeslaTech

meeting in Utah.

Since his web
site is titled free-
energy, let’s see how
Lindemann defines

that controversial phrase. He simplifies the
definition of free energy to “any energy that
is provided by the natural world.” That defi-
nition in itself is wise strategy because it
avoids the skeptical haggling and niggling
over concepts such as “zero-point energy of
the quantum vacuum” or far-out vocabulary
such as Wilhelm Reich’s “orgone energy.”   

Lindemann keeps readers in a spacious
comfort zone by mentioning that in science,
energy is defined as the ability to do work,
and free energy is called by many names
such as renewable, alternative or non-
conventional energy, and reminding us that
examples of free energy technologies include
a wind generator or solar panel.

But this is only the tip of the iceberg, he
says. “Free energy also includes amazing
technologies like a car powered by a water
fuel cell, a battery charger powered by the
earth, or a home furnace powered by perma-
nent magnets. The best free energy systems
deliver energy at no on-going cost to the
user, without detrimental effects to the envi-
ronment, and at extremely low costs for the

ecently there’s been a lot
of publicity about the dis-
covery of a fairly com-
plete skeleton of an Aus-

tralopithecus afarensis infant, and
several of my correspondents have
asked me about its significance. I
will comment on that, but first
some background. 

A preliminary description of
the skeleton was published in Na-
ture (September 21, 2006), and
since then the media have been
abuzz with stories about this hom-
inin (the hominins are the taxo-
nomic group that includes hu-
mans and their supposed
ancestors). The skeleton was actu-
ally discovered in 2000 in Ethi-
opia. For years, scientists have
worked to extract the small, fragile
bones from the rock in which they
were embedded, and that work is
not yet completed. The discoverers
have attributed the skeleton to the
same species as the famous austra-
lopithecine Lucy, hence all the
headlines about “Lucy’s Baby.” 

For those who accept the Darwinian evolutionary account of human origins, Lucy’s
Baby is one more piece to fit into the grand puzzle of the evolutionary account of modern
human origins. First, a few minor points. According to the National Geographic web site,
Lucy’s Baby (3.3 million years)  is older than Lucy (3.2 million years) by about 100,000
years, so the name Lucy’s Baby is not really accurate. It should be the other way around.
Lucy is Lucy’s Baby’s Baby. Some scientists, after looking closely at the pelvic structure of
Lucy, have concluded that Lucy is actually a male (Science 24 November 1995, pp. 1297-
1298). So perhaps we should be talking about Luke’s Baby rather than Lucy’s Baby. Finally,
as I documented in my book Forbidden Archaeology (pp. 739-741), many evolutionists, in-
cluding Richard Leakey, have at times argued that  Lucy’s species, Australopithecus afa-
rensis, is an artificial concoction of the bones of two or more hominin species. So maybe
Lucy and Lucy’s Baby are representatives of a phantom species. 

But for the sake of this discussion  let’s stick with the opinions that the species name
Australopithecus afarensis  really does refer to some hominin type that really did exist
three million years ago,  that Lucy was female, and  that the child’s skeleton represents  an
infant of the same species to which Lucy belonged. Even among evolutionists there are dif-
fering opinions about Lucy.  Some evolutionists believe that Lucy was in the direct line to
modern humans, and that would mean Lucy’s Baby was also. This is reflected in the scien-
tific and popular accounts of Lucy’s Baby, which almost all characterize her as “our an-

cestor.” Indeed, giving these collections of bones names
like “Lucy” and Lucy’s Baby” is a subtle but effective way to hu-

manize them, to make us feel that whatever they might be they are
somehow just like us.

What’s next? Lucy’s Daddy?
Lucy’s Nanny? 

Although some Darwinist re-
searchers accept Lucy as a human an-
cestor, other Darwinist researchers,
among them Meave Leakey, wife of
Richard Leakey, believe that Lucy and
other members of her species Australo-
pithecus afarensis are not human an-
cestors. They see them as just an evolu-
tionary side branch that died out.
Actually, Meave Leakey and her co-
discoverers of the hominin called Ken-
yanthropus platyops, want to put not
just Lucy but all the australopithecine
species on that extinct side branch. Dis-
coverers of another hominin, the 6-
million-year-old Orrorin tugenensis
from Kenya, propose the same thing. A
news item about Orrorin tugenensis
published in Science (23 February
2001, pp. 1460-1461) says that the dis-
coverers  “believe that all australopithe-
cines—. . . which include the famous
skeleton Lucy, whose species is thought
to be one of our direct ancestors—
should be relegated to a side branch in
favor of their specimen.” This is
nothing new. For decades there have
been prominent scientists who have doubted
the place of the australopithecines as human
ancestors. Among the doubters was the founder
of the Leakey dynasty, Louis Leakey. 

Those who have characterized Lucy as a di-
rect human ancestor have emphasized her
human-like features. Lucy’s discoverer, Don Jo-
hanson, said in his book Lucy: The Beginnings
of Humankind  (p. 275) that Lucy and other
members of her species had “essentially human
bodies.” But over the years, many researchers
have pointed to the very apelike features of the
A. afarensis anatomy. And the latest discovery
of Lucy’s baby adds more to this apelike picture.
In their Nature report, the discoverers said that many features of the anatomy of Lucy’s
Baby, particularly the upper body, were apelike. For example, the shoulder blade was like
that of a gorilla, the neck was short and thick like that of an ape, the inner ear bones were
like those of apes, and the finger bones were highly curved, like those of apes. The hyoid
bone, a small bone that attaches to the tongue, turned out to be like that of a chimpanzee.
A report on the National Geographic web site (www9.nationalgeographic.com/ngm/
dikikababy/) said: “Her brain was small, her nose flat like a chimpanzee's, and her face long
and projecting.” The web site says that the lower body of A. afarensis is humanlike. But
some scientists have offered different opinions. For example,  Jack Stern and Randall
Susman showed in an article published in American Journal of Physical Anthropology
(1983, vol. 60, pp. 279-318) that the A. afarensis hip had features that “enabled proficient
climbing” and that the thighbone had apelike features that allowed for “movement in the
trees.”  As of yet, the scientists have not extracted the foot bones from the rock in which
the skeleton was found. Those footbones will provide key evidence. My prediction is that
the foot will turn out to have apelike features, such as a long big toe that can move out to
the side and function in grasping like a human thumb. This would not be surprising, be-
cause the foot bones of an Australopithecus from the Sterkfontein Cave in South Africa al-
ready show this feature.

Thus far I have been concentrating on the disagreements about Lucy and Lucy’s Baby
among supporters of the theory of evolution. Some say Lucy was a man, some say Lucy was
a woman. Some say the bones of Lucy represent a single species, and others say the bones
represent the individuals of many species. Among those who say Lucy and her kind repre-
sent a single species, some say that species is on the direct line to humans and some say it
is a side branch that went extinct. It’s enough to make your head spin. Those who see Lucy
and Lucy’s Baby as human ancestors tend to emphasize whatever vaguely humanlike fea-
tures they can spot in their bones, whereas those who do not see them as ancestors empha-
size the very obvious apelike features of their bones.  

Those who support Lucy and Lucy’s baby as human ancestors will argue that they are
just what one would expect, from the evolutionary point of view. They present a mixture of
apelike and humanlike features, with the apelike features indicating tree-climbing abilities
and with the humanlike features indicating upright bipedal walking abilities. 

Those who, like
me, favor the idea
that various forms of
life were created si-
multaneously would
also expect to find
bodies exhibiting
combinations of ape-
like and human fea-
tures, adapted for dif-
ferent kinds of
walking and climbing
abilities. For me it is
not remarkable that
there should be
bodies of animals that
are capable only of
walking on four legs
on the ground (tur-
tles), bodies of ani-
mals that are capable
of walking on four
legs on the ground

and climbing trees (squirrels), bodies of animals that are  adapted to just climbing in trees
(sloths), bodies of animals that are adapted to walking on two legs and climbing in trees
(australopithecines), bodies of animals that are adapted only for walking on two legs on the
ground (humans), bodies of animals that are capable of walking on four legs, walking on
two legs, and climbing in trees (apes and monkeys).  Engineers today design all kinds of
machines with abilities to function in different environments, and some of these machines
have combinations of motor functions. Some kind move on land and water, some can move
only on land, some can move on the land and in the air, some can move on the land, in the
air, and in the water. Similarly, God could have designed different kinds of animals for
moving in different ways. 

Some will say that the fossil evidence shows an evolutionary progression. But those who
say that are not taking all of the fossil evidence into consideration. As documented in my
book Forbidden Archaeology, there is a substantial amount of fossil evidence that humans
like us existed at the same time as our so-called australopithecine ancestors. For example,
the Italian geologist Giuseppe Ragazzoni found anatomically modern human skeletons at
Castendelo, Italy, in Middle Pliocene formations 3-4 million years old. In 1979, Mary
Leakey found footprints  in solidified volcanic ash deposits about 3.7 million years old. In
her original National Geographic (1979, no. 155) report she characterized the footprints as
indistinguishable from those of modern humans.  Of course, partisans of evolution will try
to dispute this evidence, but that is to be expected. Like all fossil evidence, the evidence for
extreme human antiquity can be interpreted in different ways, as can be seen by the wildly
varying interpretations of the A. afarensis evidence among modern evolutionists. Disagree-
ment is part of the game.  

So what is the significance of Lucy’s Baby? For me, not much. She’s not my ancestor.

coverage at both ends, to prevent cheating
via any number of means, these results have
not only held up but have been duplicated by
the University of Amsterdam.  

Contrast this with the old school tech-
niques now known to be excellent psi killers,
what with glowering, intimidating scientists
in white lab coats and sterile labs, boring
manual and later mechanized, then compu-
terized die rolling and coin flipping, staring
at those Zener cards (square, circle, star,
etc.), and so forth.  Even worse were the
Ganzfeld experiments in which the receiver
was in sensory deprivation with eyelids cov-
ered first in cotton, then blacked out half
ping pong balls, listening to piped in white
noise on headphones and bathed in red light
while trying to determine which image based
on randomly selected video was being tele-
pathically sent.  

The “observer effect” in psi research is
now well known. Those researchers who are
open to psi or favor it report results better
than chance. Those agnostic on it run basi-
cally at chance.  Those who don’t believe in
it or are actively hostile consistently get re-
sults well below even chance. The observer
effect has long been the bane of truly effec-
tive psi research.

Then Along Came Sheldrake
Armed with that rarest of commodities in

psi research, real university funding, in the
form of the top source in Britain, a Perrot-
Warrick Scholarship (chartered as “abso-
lutely for psychical research”) from the pre-
stigious Trinity College, Cambridge, U.K.,
Dr. Sheldrake essentially took the entire pre-
vious approach to psi research and threw it
out the window, replacing it with a simple
approach which took the research out of psi
killing lab environments and put it into the
place where most people feel safe and re-
laxed, their homes, therefore are best able to
perform psychically.  As study after study has
shown, telepathy is most often found be-
tween people who are close. Two well recog-
nized examples have even found their way
into TV and film: the link between twins and
the link between either a wife and her hus-
band or a mother and her child, famously
seen in any number of war movies in which
the mother or wife wakes up screaming in
the night knowing that her dear one has
been killed, this days before the dreaded War
Department telegram arrives.

Further, he almost single-handedly
moved psi research to the telephone, E-mail,
and text messaging, not only taking unprece-
dented advantage of burgeoning modern
technology, but by doing so tapping directly
to that pool of boundless energy and un-

Skeptical Outrage Notwithstanding,
Rupert Shelldrake Seems to Be
Winning the Argument for ESP

he Holy Grail of psi research has
long been a simple, readily repli-
cable experiment which yielded sta-
tistically significant results, prefer-

ably way beyond mere chance. Guess what?
Iconoclast biologist, scientific free thinker
and author Dr. Rupert Sheldrake, perhaps
best known for his morphogenetic theory,
which holds that matter is a kind of flesh ap-
plied over an existing energy skeleton in all
life (as perhaps exquisitely exemplified in the
famous Kirlian photograph of a cut leaf) ap-
pears to have done just that, in the process,
pioneering large-scale psi research using
modern-day household and personal
electronics.

In an elegantly simple experiment using
household phones without caller ID and a
sample pool of four people, all emotionally
close to the person (receiver) who must say
before answering the call who is calling,
where statistical expectation on blind
guessing would be 25%, Dr. Sheldrake is
consistently getting, based on hundreds of
trials, 45% correct answers among his re-
ceivers, nearly twice as good as random
chance. This is astounding by both psi re-
search and standard scientific standards, so
much so that Dr. Sheldrake published an in-
vited paper, “Testing for Telepathy in Con-
nection with E-mails” in the peer-reviewed
scientific  journal  Perceptual and Motor
Skills, 101, 771-786 (by Rupert Sheldrake
and Pamela Smart), after publishing a series
of papers on telephone telepathy in parapsy-
chology journals, such as the Journal of Par-
apsychology and the Journal of the Society
for Psychical Research.

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SECRET HISTORY

 great deal of literature has seen light
in recent years about the voyage of
the “Holy Grail" from Europe to
America. The idea of a Templar

Fleet sailing the oceans and carrying their
treasure trove across the Atlantic was exten-
sively researched by Baigent and Lee for their
1989 “The Temple and the Lodge.” Many au-
thors had picked up the theme, tracing and
documenting the ability of the original
Knights Templar to perform such a feat, as
they escaped from the continent on their
ships in Spain and southern France, after the
sudden demise of their order in 1307. 

Much of this research focuses on Sir
Henry St. Clair (Sinclair) of Scotland, whose
grandson William built the Roslyn Chapel,
and who is said to have voyaged in the late
14th century to Oak Island in Nova Scotia,
and buried “something” there in the famed
“Money Pit.” This location was later also con-
nected with two famous contemporaries
from 16th century England, similarly named
“Francis”—Drake and Bacon, one a sea-farer
and explorer, the other a philosopher and
mystic.

Francis Drake claimed many of the lands
which subsequently became the U.S. and
Canada for the Crown of England, including
the entire East Coast with Oak Island. Tales
of his hidden treasures across the region
spur many adventurers even today. And
Francis Bacon is said to have viewed the

A
“virgin land” of the newly discovered
continent as the perfect place to prac-
tice his mystical philosophy. His work
“The New Atlantis,” published a short time
before his death in 1626, was a utopian vi-
sion of a benevolent kingdom. 

According to many scholars of the sub-
ject, Bacon planned to implement his ideas
in America. In 1606 he drafted the charter of
the Virginia Company, which later oversaw
the Jamestown settlement on the east coast
and the development of Virginia lands. Thus
Bacon personally had a very big hand in the
first permanent and successful white settle-
ment in the north of the new continent, one
from which the nation of the United States
eventually grew. 

In 1610 Bacon was granted land in New-
foundland by King James I, which included
Oak Island. Many researchers believe that
this gave him a perfect opportunity to study
the Sinclair “Money Pit” location at length,
and enabled him to deeply extend its under-
ground levels and secret passages, in which
he eventually hid his own treasure—his
most secret knowledge and reportedly some
“magical” artifacts. 

The man possibly most responsible in
modern times for spreading the idea of
Bacon’s New Atlantis as the embodiment of
the “Holy Grail” in America, was the great
20th century mystic and occultist Manly P.
Hall. In his “Secret Destiny of America”
(1958) Hall noted that “For more than three
thousand years, secret societies have labored
to create the background of knowledge nec-

essary to the establishment of an enlight-
ened democracy among the nations of the
world ... and they still exist, as the Order of
the Quest ... All were searching for one and
the same thing under a variety of rituals and
symbols. That one thing was a perfected so-
cial order, Plato’s commonwealth, the gov-
ernment of the philosopher-king.” 

Hall contends that Bacon and other in-
fluential Elizabethan figures of his younger
years, like Drake, Walter Raleigh and John
Dee, all belonged to that secret order and
sought to perpetuate their ancient tradition
on the new “unoccupied” continent. The
order is said to have been “Rosicrucian,” in
the nature of its symbolism and mystical be-
liefs. This is of course a very interesting con-
nection for Grail seekers, because the
founder of the modern Rosicrucian Order in
medieval times is said to have been Jean De
Gisors, also believed by some to be the
founder of the now famous Priory of Sion,
the “guardians of the Grail.” 

The voluminous research conducted on
this topic leaves little doubt that “some kind”
of an esoteric doctrine is very likely to have
lain at the foundation of the United States.
In addition to the Baconian philosophy and
similar doctrinal evidence, this theory also

finds a great deal of support in the incredible
wealth of Masonic and otherwise esoteric
symbolism present in the architecture of
Washington D.C. and other important
places, a topic well studied and documented.

I have chanced upon another extremely
interesting yet curiously entirely overlooked
link between the origins of America and the
legend of the Holy Grail. 

When browsing through the history of
Northern Virginia in the U.S., the area
known as “the Northern Neck” near Wash-
ington D.C. and westwards, one is struck by
a very interesting entry right at the top of
every timeline. It says that the history of Eu-
ropean settlement in the region began with
the lands in question being given as a gift
from King Charles II to seven of his most
loyal supporters, known as the Seven
Barons, in the year 1649. 

The year 1649 is one that will ring many
bells for any serious student of England, be-
cause it was by no means an insignificant
year in that country’s history. It was the only
time they ever had a reigning monarch exe-
cuted by his own countrymen. He was exe-
cuted by what can be termed a “popular rev-
olution,” more precisely a revolt by his
disgruntled nobility. This was Charles I, the
father of young Charles II. 

Despite what one might think from
reading the bloody history of Europe, the ex-
ecution of a reigning monarch was far from
a regular phenomenon. In fact it happened
only three times in modern history—the
other two being Louis XVI in the French
Revolution of 1793, and Nicholas II in the
Communist Revolution in Russia in 1917.
The two latter events forever changed the
course of our entire history—the first pro-
duced Napoleon and his conquests, and the
second heralded the Soviet Empire and the
Cold War. 

The English Commonwealth Revolution,
which executed Charles the First, can be said
to have influenced the world in similarly far-
reaching ways. It was the first time in
modern history that the king’s nobility had
successfully challenged his right to make
unilateral decisions based on his “regal pre-
rogative” alone, or implementing what is
known as the Divine Right of Kings. The phi-
losophy behind the Commonwealth Revolu-
tion created the system of Constitutional
Monarchy, which still persists in many coun-
tries. It led to the consolidation of the Eng-
lish Parliament as a ruling body, which be-
came the progenitor of every elected
parliamentary system we know today. 

The Parliamentary doctrine of 17th cen-
tury England produced vital works of polit-
ical philosophy, such as the Bill of Rights,
used in 1688 to oust the Catholic James II
from the throne. It’s a most important docu-
ment in the history of Political Science—not
least because many of its precepts were in-

corporated a hundred years later into the
U.S. Constitution, which created a democrat-
ically elected government, independent and
disdainful of any royal power. 

The early English influence on the ori-
gins of America in that respect is undisputed
(although during the War of Independence
itself, it was of course the French who were
heirs to that legacy and thus allies of the new
Americans, while the political system of Eng-
land reverted to the old Royal ways.) But the
mentioned date in the historical records of
Virginia means that we need to take a look at
another most interesting aspect of the story. 

The important point is that Charles II
was NOT the “King of England” in 1649.
After the beheading of Charles I on January
30, the official ruler of England was Oliver
Cromwell, the leader of the Commonwealth
Parliament, who bore the title “Lord Pro-
tector of England.” And Charles II at that
time was but a youth of nineteen, probably
confused and scared, who had just seen his
father beheaded and was on the run himself,
hiding out in the French forests. As a “de-
posed monarch,” he was in no position to
make any land grants which would be recog-
nized by the "official government.” Why,
then, do the records mention his name as
the one who made the original grants?

One reason would undoubtedly be the
historical English penchant for royalty,
which doesn’t like to see a break in its suc-
cession. For example, looking at this typical
historical timeline of the period, we see the
following two entries: “30 Jan 1649 CE Par-
liament became the supreme power in Eng-
land under the rule of Oliver Cromwell. 30
Jan 1649 CE The Prince of Wales becomes
King Charles II, of England, although tech-
nically Britain is a republic.” (emphasis
mine). 

In fact it was Cromwell who was the ac-
tual ruler of England, and Charles II who
was “technically” still considered the king by
some. For royal genealogists, the succession
continued even when he was in exile. And a

Steven Spielberg 

n the movie, Close Encounters of the
Third Kind, written and directed by
Steven Spielberg and released in 1977,
an alien spaceship lands, by pre-

arrangement with the U.S. government, on a
high mesa called The Devil’s Tower in a re-
mote corner of Wyoming and an ambassado-
rial exchange takes place. A single alien dis-
embarks and is escorted away, presumably to
a secret site. Then, twelve American astro-
nauts in orange jumpsuits and industrial-
strength sunglasses, with duffel bags slung
over their shoulders, ten men and two
women, march into the spacecraft to be
whisked away to the alien home planet. In
the previous scene, they are blessed by a cler-
gyman, who refers to them as “pilgrims.”
Was this just some inventive touch con-
ceived by Spielberg, or did he base it on
something real? Since it is now widely be-
lieved in UFO circles that a pre-arranged
alien landing did take place at or near Hol-
loman Air Force Base in New Mexico in April
of 1964, it seems not unreasonable, to true
believers, to suspect that Spielberg may have
had an inside track on classified information,
and that the ambassadorial exchange with an
alien race may also have been a real event.

Now, in what could be an unprecedented
break with government secrecy policy, a few
former military insiders have come forward
to say that the exchange was indeed real, and
actually took place almost exactly as depicted
in the movie. Under the auspices of a De-
fense Intelligence Agency program referred
to as Operation Crystal Knight, or what is
now being called “Project Serpo,” it has been
claimed that twelve astronauts left the earth
in July of 1965, and were taken to the planet
Serpo in the constellation Zeta Reticuli
aboard an alien spaceship, as part of an ex-
change program. The bulk of the informa-
tion about this program is said to have been
dribbled out to the world via 21 e-mails from
an individual referred to only as “Anony-
mous” to a closed circle of high-level UFO
insiders beginning on November 2, 2005.
Anonymous says that he was formerly a
senior officer of the Defense Intelligence
Agency, and is now the official spokesman
for a group of six DIA personnel, three re-
tired and three still currently employed
there. It was decided by the group, and
agreed to by Anonymous, that a web site
should be created to publish all the e-mails
on the Internet. One of the researchers in
the group, Bill Ryan from England, volun-
teered for the job, and so began
www.serpo.org, what has now developed into
the official source for all Serpo-related infor-
mation, including updates from Ryan, a link

to a public forum, and supporting e-mails
from other insiders who had knowledge of
the Serpo project.

For the UFO community at least, the site
has become something of a sensation. For
what it’s worth this is the story offered on
the site.

A Presidential Decree 
The tale told by Anonymous is indeed

amazing. If it is true, then, at a minimum,
the entire history of the government pre-
tense of ignorance about UFOs and extrater-
restrials is completely blown away. Not sur-
prisingly, it all begins with Roswell.

Anonymous says that the Roswell crash
did occur, but that it involved two alien

craft. The first was found relatively intact,
embedded into a hillside southwest of Co-
rona, New Mexico on July 5, 1947 by a uni-
versity archaeology team. This site is about
75 miles northwest of Roswell, and is fa-
mously referred to as the “Roswell crash” be-
cause all the remnants of the crash were
brought to the Roswell Army Air Force base,
where the military took control of the infor-
mation. The second crash site wasn’t discov-
ered until August, 1949. Another downed
craft, it is said, was found almost completely
intact at a remote place outside of Datil, New
Mexico by two ranchers. Evidently, the two
spacecraft had collided somewhere near the

Brazel ranch, thus accounting for the debris
field, but the second craft, before hitting the
ground itself, had limped on to the vicinity
of Datil, about 80 miles west of Corona. Four
dead aliens, the account goes on, were found
at the Corona site, and six at the Datil site.
However, one alien survived the Corona
crash and was found hiding behind a rock.
He was taken to Los Alamos, and became
known as EBE #1 (Extraterrestrial Biological
Entity #1). Although he “spoke” in tonal
variations, just as in Close Encounters, the
scientists at Los Alamos found a way to com-
municate with him, and he informed them
that he was from a planet in the constella-
tion Zeta Reticuli, about 40 light years from
earth. The constellation was also referenced
in the famous 1966 UFO abduction account
of Betty and Barney Hill.

EBE #1 also provided researchers with a
complete explanation of all the devices found
in the crashed spacecraft, one of which was a
piece of equipment for communicating with
his home planet that survived the impact.
However, the Los Alamos scientists could
not get it to work until they discovered how
to hook it up to the energy source on the
crashed Corona disc. That was in the early
summer of 1952. However EBE#1 died later
that summer after sending six unanswered
messages to his planet.

After the death of EBE#1, says Anony-
mous, the Los Alamos scientists figured out
how to use the device correctly to communi-
cate with the extraterrestrial race they had
now named the “Ebens,” and they received
the first reply around December, 1952. Even-
tually, they were able to converse in rough
English. Over the next nine years, the com-
munications wrinkles were slowly ironed
out, mostly by trial and error. Finally, in
1962, it was arranged that the Ebens would
send another mission to earth in April of
1964, and that we would meet the craft at
Holloman Air Force Base near Alamogordo,
New Mexico. By this time President Kennedy
was in office. Then, according to Anony-
mous, “Several months into the planning

process, President Kennedy decided to ap-
prove a plan to exchange a special military
team. The USAF was tasked as the lead
agency. The USAF officials picked special ci-
vilian scientists to assist in planning and
crew selection.” It was arranged that we
would send twelve astronauts to Serpo, and
they would leave one Eben here in the cus-
tody of the U.S. government. 

As might be imagined, the selection and
training of the twelve astronaut-ambassadors
was an extraordinary undertaking. After
months of discussion it was ultimately de-
cided that they be career military, single
with no children and preferably orphans
themselves, and with multiple special skills.
Originally, about 56,000 files were screened
of which 158 were picked by the selection
committee. The final twelve, ten men and
two women, plus four alternates, were
chosen based on complex psychological,
medical and other tests. All the team mem-
bers were “sheep-dipped,” i.e., all identifica-
tion records were purged, including social
security, IRS, medical, military et al, and
they were all listed as “missing” and dis-
charged, so that no connection with their
former identities remained. They were then
assigned three digit numbers as new identi-
ties. They went through very difficult
training for six months, mostly at Camp
Perry in Virginia. Anonymous says, “Each
team member had to endure extreme psy-
chological and physical training. In one
training test, each team member was locked
inside a 5' x 7' box buried seven feet under-
ground for five days, with just food and
water, no contact with anyone else and in
total darkness.” Four of the team members
who were pilots were taught to fly an Eben
craft back to earth, using for training the
space ship recovered in 1949, in case it was
necessary to escape from Serpo. In addition
to the four pilots, the team consisted of two
linguists, one biologist, two scientists, two
doctors, and one security man. They were all
given suicide pills and the team was assigned
four 45 Colt revolvers and eight M2 carbine
rifles. 

The 1964 rendezvous occurred almost ex-
actly as planned. Two Eben craft entered our
atmosphere during the afternoon of April 24,
1964. After an initial mix-up, one landed just
west of Holloman Air Force Base near the
southern entrance to the White Sands Army
Base, precisely at the designated location.
The alien visitors were greeted by 16 senior
U.S. government officials. It is not known
whether or not President Johnson was
among them. The Ebens brought electronic
translating devices with them to facilitate
communications. The remains of the eleven
dead aliens were taken on board. Anonymous
does not give the agenda of the meeting, but
it is believed they presented us with the
“Yellow Book,” a complete history of planet
earth. The twelve astronauts were ready to
board at that meeting and waited on a bus,
but the aliens decided then that the ex-
change should wait until 1965. Then, in July,

Lost City Of
The Far North

Alaska’s Mysterious Ipiutak
Poses Many Questions

but Offers Few Answers

Whalebone markers on Point Hope
give few clues to the rich culture
which once flourished here beneath
the ground.

by no means an easy task, for after digging
only a few inches the permafrost is encoun-
tered—soil frozen solid all year round.

While this tedious and lengthy construc-
tion process was under way, temporary shel-
ters were essential and these were built by
tying whale ribs together and covering them
with animal skins to form a tented roof. A
University of Alaska archaeology team
counted over 800 of the permanent “pit
lodges” at Ipiutak and estimated that at least
the same number of “tent lodges” would
have been built. These lodges were all neatly
lined up with avenues between the rows.

This means that at the time it was found,
Ipiutak was larger than Fairbanks and by far
the largest settlement ever found to have ex-
isted in Alaska prior to the arrival of Euro-
peans. It was even bigger
than any arctic coastal vil-
lage in Alaska or Canada
today. The town of Ipiutak
must have been home to
more than 8,000 people.

Seals and walrus were
their principal source of
food and were hunted with
harpoons from the edge of
the ice. Bows and arrows
were used for the hunting of
caribou. The area around
Point Hope was abundant in
flint and this was exten-
sively used as tools and for
the tips of arrows, spears,
knives and scrapers. Masks
were found, many elabo-
rately carved of walrus ivory

and these probably featured in ceremonies,
particularly burial. They would have been
used by a shaman, and this in turn indicates
a higher level of culture, one that is seeking
answers concerning deities and a creator.
The shaman would also have been exercising
his powers in bringing good hunting, good
weather and also good health.  

The Inupiat and Inuit Eskimo cultures of
these northern areas have always been con-
sidered as nomadic, moving to wherever the
fishing and hunting prospects were the best.
Being continually mobile, their numbers
were limited to 200 to 300. Ipiutak was a
community that was sophisticated enough to
be static and this in turn means a widely
based land hunter culture. These characteris-
tics make it completely different from other

Arctic communities. Then
another major difference be-
came obvious . . .  

Ipiutak’s level of advance-
ment was quickly evident as
excavation expanded as rap-
idly as Arctic conditions per-
mitted. Its people had a
knowledge of mathematics
and astronomy at least as ad-
vanced as the ancient Mayas.
Beautiful ivory carvings, un-
like those of any other
known Eskimo or other
American Indian culture,
were discovered. Tombs were
found containing skeletons
with artificial eyeballs carved
of ivory and inlaid with jet.
Brooches, necklaces and pen-

he designation of “Lost City of the
Americas” immediately conjures up
images of Macchu Pichu, Tiahua-
naco or Chan Chan.

Yet one of the most mysterious ‘lost
cities’ on the American continent is not in
its Southern but in its Northern hemisphere.
Even more baffling, it is in the region that is
the most hostile to human life on this
planet—inside the Arctic Circle.

Ipiutak is near Point Hope, on the north
coast of Alaska. It is on a vast, treeless tundra
which is permanently frozen. One polar ex-
plorer described it as “a land of icebergs,
water and cold blue sky.” Winter is virtually
all year long.

It was discovered (or rediscovered) in
1939 by an expedition sponsored by the
American Museum of Natural History in New
York and led by Helge Eyvin Larsen and
Froelich Gladstone Rainey. Both had previ-
ously published papers on the Arctic whale
hunting culture and were acknowledged ex-
perts on the archaeology of North Alaska.

They found a city that had been home to
several thousand Inupiat Eskimos at least
3,000 years ago. There were no trees within a
hundred miles and no building materials
were available except the bones of walruses
and whales.

The only way of establishing a permanent
community was to dig and this they did—six
feet at least—so that the earth could provide
insulation against the biting cold. This was
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routes were being
proposed as the
means by which
migrants entered
the Americas
from Asia, but
very recent re-
search by Dr.
Scott Elias at the
Colorado Institute
of Arctic and Al-
pine Research has
established, as far
as orthodox schol-
arship is con-
cerned, the va-
lidity of the
Bering land
bridge route.

This brings up
the critical ques-
tions—how often do Ice Ages occur and
when was the most recent? There have
been, it is believed, four Ice Ages in the last
million years. The last reached its peak
10,000 years ago and ended 8,000 years ago.

The work of Dr. Elias and his team in-
cluded carbon dating to establish that plants
and animals were on the land bridge about
11,000 years ago. It probably had a similar
terrain to that of Northern Alaska today,
birch and willow trees and clumps of sedges
(resembling grass but with solid rather than
hollow stems). It had no glaciers because al-
though it was cold enough, the regional cli-
mate was too dry and glaciers cannot form

dants carved from whalebone displayed sim-
ilar artistic ability while numerous tools and
implements show practical applications as
well as being of intelligent design. 

It was as these artifacts were being exam-
ined and the accomplishments of the Ipiutak
people were being evaluated that another
question arose—if they were this different
from other Arctic tribes, it was unlikely that
they were the descendants of local inhabi-
tants. So where did they come from?

For most of the 20th century, archaeolo-
gists and anthropologists assumed that the
forebears of Native Americans had crossed
from Asia to America over a “land bridge,”
following herds of game animals. The close
proximity of the two continents at the
Bering Strait—which separate Siberia and
Alaska—was a favored hypothesis. It was re-
inforced by increasing knowledge of the Ice
Ages, as the idea of an exposed ocean floor
between those two regions provided a perfect
migration path from the Old World to the
New World.

Vitus Bering, Danish-born but a captain
in the Russian Navy, crossed the strait in
1728 and it was named after him. Today, it is
58 miles at the closest point between the
easternmost point of the Asian continent and
the westernmost point of the American con-
tinent. Winter storms are frequent and the
sea is covered by ice fields as much as five
feet thick. Even in mid-summer, drift ice is
common in the strait.

Later during the 20th century, other
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Whalebone still protect the entrance to an underground chamber

without moisture.
What was the nature of the migration?

Was it small bands of people and animals
drifting casually across the land bridge? We
don’t yet have enough evidence to describe
the nature and size of the crossings nor do
we know the reason. Perhaps, living condi-
tions on the Asian side deteriorated and emi-
grating represented an escape. Perhaps—as
far as the humans were concerned—it was
the desire to finder greener pastures, and
possibly animals followed their route.

CITIES

erek J. de Solla Price got the shock
of his life when the true identity of
an artifact he happened to be
cleaning finally dawned on him.
The curious object had lain in

Athens’ National Museum for half a century
after being hauled up from 120 feet below the
surface of the Eastern Mediterranean Sea,
sometime around Easter, 1900. It had been
found by Elias Stadiatos, a Greek sponge
diver working off the coast of Antikythera, a
small island near Crete, and part of an an-
cient Roman freighter that included statues
plus other period materials dating the ship-
wreck to circa 80 B.C.

 While examining the object on 17 May
1902, Greek archaeologist Valerios Stais no-
ticed a gear wheel embedded in what ap-
peared to be a piece of rock. It was actually a
heavily encrusted, badly corroded mechanism
in three main parts, comprising dozens of
smaller fragments.

 The “Antikythera Device,” as he called it,
remained an enigma for the next 49 years,
until Price, a professor of science history at
Yale University, recognized it for what it
really was: a mechanical analog computer, an

Made of bronze and originally mounted
in a wooden frame, the Antikythera Device
stands 13 inches high, is 6.75 inches wide,
but just 3.5 inches thin, and inscribed with
more than 2,000 characters. Although most
of the text has been deciphered, its complete
translation still awaits publication. The com-
plex instrument is displayed in the Bronze
Collection of the National Archaeological
Museum of Athens, but Atlantis Rising
readers in the U.S. may see an accurate re-
construction of this ancient analog device at
the American Computer Museum in
Bozeman, Montana.

The original served as an extremely
useful navigation device that enabled the
Roman freighter in which it was found to
successfully complete transatlantic voyages
to America, more than fifteen centuries prior
to Columbus. And, doubtless, the Antiky-
thera Device was not the first of its kind, but
rather the result of prolonged development,
stretching back long before it came to rest at
the bottom of the Mediterranean Sea in 80
B.C.

The Roman statesman, Cicero, wrote that
the consul, Marcellus, brought two devices
back to Rome from the ransacked city of Sy-
racuse. One device mapped the sky on a
sphere, and the other predicted the motions
of the sun and the moon and the planets.

His description seems to match the Anti-
kythera Device, interestingly enough, be-
cause  Syracuse was the scene of a Roman at-
tack foiled by Archimedes. The Greek
mathematical genius arranged a large array
of mirrors to reflect sunlight onto the at-
tacking ships, causing them to catch fire.
While modern skeptics believed the account
entirely legendary, a group at MIT performed
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instrument
millennia

ahead of its time.
“It was like

finding a turbo-jet in
Tutankamun’s tomb,”

Price wrote in his June
1959 article for Scientific American, “An An-
cient Greek Computer.” He pointed out that
the Antikythera Device uses a differential
gear, not re-invented until the mid-1500s, to
compute the synodic lunar cycle by sub-
tracting the effects of the sun’s movement
from effects of sidereal lunar movement,
thereby calculating the motions of stars and
planets. This function makes the artifact far
more advanced than its 16th century diffe-
rential gear, bringing it into the space age.

The advanced mechanism’s function grad-
ually revealed itself after decades of re-
examination. When past or future dates were
entered via a crank, it calculated the position
of the sun, moon or other astronomical infor-
mation, such as the location of other planets.
The use of differential gears enabled the
mechanism to add or subtract angular veloci-
ties. Its front dial shows the annual progress
of the sun and moon through the zodiac
against an Egyptian calendar. The upper rear
dial displays a four-year period with asso-
ciated dials showing the Metonic cycle of 235
synodic months, which approximately equals
19 solar years. The lower rear dial plots the
cycle of a single synodic month, with a secon-
dary dial showing the lunar year of 12 syn-
odic months.

their own tests and concluded that Archi-
medes military reflector was feasible after all.
The passage of time long ago effaced all
traces of his ancient “weapon of mass-
destruction,” and finds such as the Antiky-
thera Device are extremely rare. But they do
suggest that technology in the deep past was
far more advanced than mainstream scholars
would have us believe.

Among the most surprising, but well-
attested advances actually employed by our
ancestors was the submarine, faint memo-
ries of which persisted into the Middle Ages,
when such a craft was unthinkable, given the
Dark Age mentality of the time. La Vrai His-
toire d’Alexandre, “A True History of Alex-
ander,” is a 13th century French manuscript
describing a voyage undertaken by Alexander
the Great, “in a glass barrel” that carried him

from one Greek port to another unnoticed
beneath the keels of his fleet of warships in
332 B.C. He was said to have been so satisfied
with the submarine’s performance, he or-
dered its production for his navy. If La Vrai
Histoire d'Alexandre was our only source for
such a story, we might be inclined to dismiss
it as a medieval fantasy. But his teacher,
Aristotle, wrote of  “submersible chambers”
deployed in that same year by Greek sailors
during the blockade of Tiros, when the craft
stealthily emplaced underwater obstacles
and moored sub-surface weapons of some
kind.

During Xerxes I’s invasion of Europe, a
Greek officer, Scyllis, surfaced at night to
make his way among all the Persian ships,
cutting each vessel loose from its moorings.
His submarine used a snorkel, a hollow
breathing tube protruding just above the
surface of the water. After having set the
enemy fleet adrift, Scyllis navigated nine
miles back to Cape Artemisium, where he re-
joined his fellow Greeks. Similar actions
were recounted by some of Classical Civiliza-
tion’s foremost scholars, including Herod-
otus (460 B.C.) and Pliny the Elder (A.D. 77).

Around 200 B.C., Chinese chronicles re-
ported the operation of a submarine device
carrying one man successfully to the bottom

of the sea and back again.
While no ancient submarines have so far

been found, physical evidence of a much dif-
ferent kind does survive to prove ancient
technology was far in advance of its time.
During the late 1990s, the quartz crystal eyes
of early dynastic statues were examined by
Jay Enoch (School of Optometry, University
of California, Berkeley) and Vasudevan
Lakshminarayanan (School of Optometry,
University of Missouri, St. Louis). They were
surprised by the intricacy of anatomical de-
tail found in the artificial eyes of the 4th dy-
nasty representation of Prince Rahotep and a
sculpted scribe from a 5th dynasty tomb at
Sakkara, which the scientists tried to repro-
duce with the latest optical technology. The
ancient Egyptian lenses were found to be of
superior quality to the duplications. Enoch
and Lakshminarayanan concluded “that be-
cause of the performance quality and design
complexity, it is highly doubtful that the
lenses used to re-create eye structures in an-
cient Egyptian statues were the first lenses
created, despite the fact that they are 4,600
years old.”

Their research was complimented by a
nearly thirty-year investigation published in
2001. “The earliest actual lenses which I have
located,” Robert Temple stated in Australia’s
New Dawn magazine, “are crystal ones dating
from the 4th Dynasty of Old Kingdom Egypt,
circa 2500 B.C. These are to be found in the
Cairo Museum and two are in the Louvre in
Paris. But archaeological evidence showing
that they must have been around at least
seven hundred years earlier has recently
been excavated at Abydos, in Upper Egypt. A
tomb of a pre-dynastic king there has yielded
an ivory knife handle bearing a microscopic
carving which could only have been done
under considerable magnification (and of
course can only be seen with a strong magni-
fying glass today).”

Temple makes a connection between the
mirrors in the Pharos Lighthouse and con-
struction of the Great Pyramid: “The tech-
nology for surveying the Great Pyramid ex-
isted at least as far back as 3300 B.C., and
doubtless earlier than that, since we can
hardly presume that the ivory knife handle
was the first such object to exist, as it is al-
ready highly sophisticated and suggests a
long-standing tradition. Thus, we know that
magnification technology was in use in
Egypt, in 3300 B.C. (The Great Pyramid) is so
perfectly oriented to the geographical points
of the compass that no one has ever been
able to understand how this was done, for the
accuracy exceeds any hitherto known tech-
nology of ancient Egypt. Then there is the
equally famous question of how the extreme
accuracy of the construction of the Great
Pyramid was possible.”

The prominent British Egyptologist, Sir
Flinders Petrie, marveled at “an amount of
accuracy equal to most modern opticians’
straight edges of such a length” in the Great
Pyramid, and was seconded a century later
when Peter Lemesurier observed that its
twenty-one acres of polished limestone outer

Alexander’s submarine

bout 75 people are sitting in a circle
in a Boulder, CO yoga studio, already
swaying together as “the Pavarotti
of chant” Krishna Das picks up his

harmonium (a small Indian pump organ).
They are gathered for a ‘Satsang,’ (loosely
translated as “community,” but meaning “in
the company of truth” in Sanskrit). Das, or
“KD” as he is known, leads  a call and re-
sponse musical meditation called Kirtan—
devotional songs that invoke the names of
God. As he starts the refrain to ‘Ganesha
Shananum’ in his deep, raspy voice, the ex-
citement is palpable. Most of the chants start
slowly and build to a crescendo that has
some people dancing, some praying, a few
crying and most exultant. Accompanied by a
tabla player, the combination of instruments,
Sanskrit lyrics and rock and roll chord pro-
gressions transport audiences into states of
bliss almost immediately.  

“These chants come from a place of being
inside of us that’s deeper than where we
spend most of our time, so when we focus on
them, it brings us deeper into ourselves, ex-
plains Das (which means “servant”). “Happi-
ness and joy may result, but those are side
products of going within.” Das, who  notes
that he is not a Sanskrit scholar, says the
chants are revealed names. “It’s said that the
Name and the named are the same: That
means when you are repeating the name
‘Ram,’ you are actually in Ram (a Hindu
God). We don’t necessarily experience that
because we’re so attached to our thoughts,
emotions, feelings and senses, but the truth
is, the Name and God are the same. You
know, St. John of the Cross said, ‘In the be-
ginning, the Father uttered one word and
that Word was his Son, and He utters him
forever in everlasting silence. The silent
name that resounds without end, that’s the
true name.” According to Das, we’re all
trying to find a way to dive from “the froth of

living on the fringe” into that profound
place. 

Sometimes compared to rocker Bruce
Springsteen, an artist he reveres,
(“Springsteen is a great guy, a great being, a
Bodhisattva”), Das is himself an ex-rock ’n
roll musician who was once a member of the
Blue Oyster Cult. Born Jeffrey Kagel in Long
Island, NY in 1947, he attended the Univer-
sity of New York’s Stony Brook College, but
quit when he met Richard Alpert (Ram
Dass), who was already leading chants. Later
he traveled to India, where he lived and
studied for two and a half years. Alpert had
discovered Yogi Shri Neem Karoli Baba (Ma-
haraj-ji) and had changed his name to Ram
Dass (“he spells it wrong,” quips Das). Dass
couldn’t resist exulting about his guru, and
upon meeting him, Das was instantly en-
chanted. Maharaj-ji led him to the practice
of Bhakti (Devotional) Yoga through Kirtan,
eventually appointing him Priest of the
Durga temple in the foothills of the Hima-
layas, where Das immersed himself in the
worship of the Divine Goddess. For the first
time, he felt free of the unhappiness, depres-
sion and isolation that had plagued him
most of his life. Then, in 1973, Maharaj-ji in-
formed his disciple that he wanted him to re-
turn to the U.S. Das was devastated. “When it
was time to leave, I bent down and touched
his feet for the last time and when I looked
up, he was beaming at me and asking; ‘So,
how will you serve me in America?’ I felt like
I was moving in a dream. I floated across the
courtyard and bowed to him again from a
distance. As I did, the words came to me: I
will sing to you in America.”

It would be 21 years before that hap-
pened. Meeting Maharaj-ji had allowed Das
to experience and express things he’d been
afraid of. “He gave me the strength to face
my darkness and come through it,“ Das af-
firms. “Talk about the dark night of the
soul—I’ve had the dark life of the soul! So
much darkness, so much shadow.” Things

took a turn for the worse when Das received
a message from Maharaj-ji asking him to re-
turn to India, a request he ignored. Soon af-
terwards, Maharaj-ji died, plunging him into
an abyss of regret, self-loathing and drug
abuse. It took nearly 10 years before Das got
a grip on himself, a feat he attributes to the
grace of his Guru. “He moved in like a bull-
dozer to get back into my heart, which had
been clamped down shut.” Meanwhile, the
chanting, meditation, puja and time spent
with Maharaj-ji were seeds that were
growing and blossoming. After fellow Kirtan
singer Jai Uttal introduced Kirtan at a pop-
ular yoga center in New York, Das became a
regular there, and his popularity steadily
grew. Now world-renowned, Krishna Das has
made numerous pilgrimages to holy places
all over the planet on his quest to open and
purify his heart. Living in jungles and ash-
rams, he has studied meditation techniques
with a number of teachers, and has been ini-
tiated into Tibetan Buddhist practices by
lamas from various lineages.

Whether the venue is a concert hall, yoga
center, healing retreat or someone’s home,
Das sings from a wellspring of passion,
mixing the music with meditation instruc-
tion, readings from different spiritual tradi-
tions and teachings / discussions about the
spiritual path. Satsang sessions usually last
about two hours, but may go all night. KD
also offers Intensive weekend workshops;
sharing his heart through music and
chanting is the basis of  his spiritual work;
his way of serving the Divine. “I want to
spend as many evenings chanting with
people as possible,” he states. “I don’t stay
out late since I have to get up and travel; I’ve
arranged my life to be able to do this.” Be-
tween chants, Das shares personal experi-
ences, not all of which are enlightened. It’s
no secret that as recently as 2002 he’s had
conflict with authority, incurring a period of
house arrest.

But today, at 59 and at peace with him-

the Star Trek series must not
do: actively managing earth’s
progress with a procedure called
‘Forced Evolution’ involving ge-
netic engineering, the importation of
aliens, the instruction of the natives—
and the incorporation of the Lock, a net-
work of near-physical emanations that links
Rohanda to the Canopean Empire and sup-
plies it with a steady, nurturing stream of
SOWF, the “substance-of-we” feeling.

But a sudden unexpected misalignment of
the stars has occurred, radically diminishing
the effectiveness of the Lock. Rohanda, whose
name will now be changed to Shikasta
(“broken”) by the Canopean-Sirian directo-
rate, is abruptly subject to natural disasters
and the deterioration over 10,000 years of
most of the species on the planet, including
Homo sapiens. One of these natural disasters,
witnessed by Ambien II, is the sudden sinking
of Adalantaland, an island matriarchal society
located near the Northern Continent of Ro-
handa/Shikasta.

None of the above, of course, is the au-
thentic “forgotten” history of mankind.
Rather, it is “space fiction” (she prefers the
term to “science-fiction) by the great Rhode-
sian/British novelist Doris Lessing, whose
Canopus in Argos: Archives series of five
novels first appeared in 1979-1983. Lessing’s
Canopus quintet set the critics on their ear

with
the author’s

sudden switch
from the highly

realistic, character-based
novels (The Golden Notebook, The Four-
Gated City, etc.) that had made her famous
to this sweeping history of the cosmos that
focused on the machinations of non-humans
rather than the day-to-day lives of humans. 

The sinking of Adalantaland comes in The
Sirian Experiments: The Report by Ambien
II, of the Five, the third novel of the series.
The failure of the Lock is loosely associated
with the Fall of Man, or perhaps the Flood,
and Ambien II will remain on what is now
Shikasta for only a few thousand years more.
Part of the action of the first book in the se-
ries, Re: Colonized Planet 5: Shikasta, nar-
rated by a Canopean emissary named Johor,
unfolds in earth’s near future (from the
point-of-view of author Lessing in 1979), in
the aftermath of a catastrophic series of
events that mark the nadir of humanity’s
post-Lock existence. (Shortly thereafter,
though, the Lock will be restored, and
man—possibly a “New Man”—will have the
chance to rise again.)

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Editor’s Caveat: In the following inter-
view, author Graham Hancock makes a
number of arguments about the reality of
the invisible world and the strategies which
have been employed by some to gain access
to these realms. Regarding the use of chemi-
cals, drugs, or so-called natural psychoactive
plant extracts, to achieve the desired spiri-
tual awakening (what some reductionists
have termed ‘altered states of conscious-
ness’), we would like to make a couple
points. Atlantis Rising does not endorse any
such technique, in fact, we strenuously ob-
ject. We believe that the opening of the spiri-
tual centers which leads to true enlighten-
ment is best achieved by natural means
without resort to chemical assistance,
whether advocated by shaman or priest.
This, we believe, is an essential message
from all great spiritual and mystical teach-
ings of East and West. Moreover, there is
very good reason to believe that the use of
any form of hallucinogen for the purpose of
spiritual awakening incurs the risk of dam-
aging the natural spiritual centers in such a
way as to abort a process, which would oth-
erwise, with sincere application, in due
course, lead to the desired liberation. The
difficulties which may be encountered along
the way, the wise ones have always said, are
for our instruction and the strengthening of
hearts, and are best overcome by spiritual
means, not by avoidance or short cut. We
understand the impatience which some may
feel with such a process, but we believe the
end result is well worth whatever price may
be required of us. Having said all that, in the
interest of fully informing our readers on the
issues involved, we still think that Graham
Hancock, for whom we have great respect,
has earned the right to have his views on the
subject heard.

or nearly 20 years Graham Hancock
has been investigating a forgotten
episode in human history, searching
for evidence of a lost civilization. His

many best-selling books, including Finger-
prints of the Gods, Sign of the Seal, and Un-
derworld have been seminal works in the
fields of alternative history and archaeology
providing scientists and researchers with
facts, evidence and theories that challenge
conventional thinking about human origins
and push current theories in profound new
directions. 

At the Conference on Precession and An-
cient Knowledge (CPAK) this year held at the
University of California at Irvine, I met with
Graham to discuss his most recent book Su-
pernatural: Meeting with the Ancient
Teachers of Mankind. This new work is a de-
parture from Hancock’s previous works,
delving more into investigations of the origin
of human consciousness rather than civiliza-
tion. Spurred on by his university studies in
Anthropology and a desire to stay fresh and
forward thinking, Hancock’s research again
challenges current accepted theories re-
garding the dawn of modern human thought.

His first mystery explored: Why were we

so incredibly dull? Here, where Hancock’s
views usually oppose traditional academics,
he found himself surprisingly in agreement
with conventional points of view. The fact is,
humans were incredibly unproductive for a
very long time; this is no mystery, the fossil
record is clear. But why? And how did that
circumstance change so abruptly some forty
thousand years ago?  Hancock explains “It
only really becomes mysterious after 40,000
years ago when, as I characterize it, it’s as
though a light had been switched on in the
human brain all around the world at once
and the entire suite of behavior that we char-
acterize as modern human behavior was in-
troduced.” These characteristics were not in-
troduced when we became anatomically
modern 200,000 years ago: they weren’t in-
troduced until after 40,000 years ago and
that’s when you see lateral thinking, crea-
tivity, spiritual and religious ideas all intro-
duced virtually overnight. At the same time
that this happens, these incredible paintings,
the art of upper Paleolithic Europe, the cave
art, the rock art of tribal and indigenous cul-
tures appear all around the world dating
roughly from the same period. Hancock real-
ized that was a mystery that he wanted to
pursue. “I wanted to understand why we
went through six million years of doing
nothing and suddenly changed, and why it
wasn’t connected to any anatomical change.
It was a behavioral change obviously de-
riving from some change in human
consciousness.”

Conventional theories more or less assert
that in the course of evolution, humans
came down from the trees and began to walk
upright, which freed our hands to create.
And what we created were tools, which we
continued to refine. So, according to scien-
tists and researchers, what differentiated hu-
mans from other forms of animals was our
ability to walk upright on two legs and in-
vent and use tools. Hancock found that ex-
planation lacking, and he is not alone in con-
sidering this an out-moded theory. It’s now
widely recognized that other animals, such
as the crow, walk on two legs and use tools
to accomplish tasks. What actually separates
humans from other animals, Hancock as-
serts, is the ability to express themselves
through symbolism and creativity.

In his own research, Hancock began no-
ticing a similarity between ancient rock and
cave art and the images and descriptions pro-
vided by shamans and healers from indige-
nous cultures, both past and present. He un-
derstood this correlation to hold a deeper
meaning. “The creators of this fabulous cave
art must have experienced altered states of
consciousness. And while not a soul from
that era exists today to tell how and why they
made their images, the images themselves
speak to the nature of their origin and
meaning. We see therianthropes, half man,
half beast, in all these cases.” Therianthropes
comes from the Greek “therion” meaning
“wild beast” and “arthropos,” meaning
“man.” Hancock states, “There’s certain
characteristic imagery that people in altered
states always see. That’s true whether it’s in

modern medical research where subjects are
given hallucinogens or reports from modern
shaman who claims to travel to other worlds
in search of spiritual truth and enlighten-
ment. Images of half-human intelligent be-
ings, combined with abstract geometrical
patterns, are examples of images universally
seen in altered states of consciousness and
universally not seen ordinarily in daily life.”
How can we explain this commonality be-
tween the images depicted in cave art, the
images that shamans reportedly encounter
and the images experienced in medical re-
search experiments? 

In the past twenty years there has been a
great breakthrough in the research sur-
rounding ancient prehistoric cave art,
proving that there exists a remarkable simi-
larity in cave art found around the world. In
Supernatural, Hancock superbly documents
these findings as part of his exploration of
this great mystery. Paying tribute to the
work of South African Professor David Lewis-
Williams, Hancock continues: “And really,
David’s latest work in this field has absolutely
established beyond any serious shadow of a
doubt that these universal features in rock
and cave art are to be explained by realizing
that the artists were shamans who explored
altered states of consciousness.” That led
Hancock to ask what it was that inspired the
artists to make those paintings. When he re-
alized that the very first credible paintings,
the art of upper Paleolithic Europe, con-
tained imagery that was painted not of natu-
ralistic real life beings and events but of su-
pernatural beings, Hancock began to feel too
that this was a really fascinating area to
pursue.

Known for almost literally throwing him-
self headfirst into his research—Hancock
and his wife photographer Santha Faiia
logged over 2000 dives researching Under-
world—Hancock headed to South America to
interview shamans and document their expe-
riences. He quickly realized that the sha-
manic life revolved around ingesting a hallu-
cinogenic brew called ayahuasca, produced
from a combination of jungle plants. The
psychoactive ingredient in the ayahuasca is
DMT or NN-diemethyltryptamine. This com-
pound, found naturally in plants and fungi
around the world, is also produced by the
human Pineal Gland located near the center
of our brains. Interestingly, the ancients re-
ferred to this gland as the “seat of the soul”
or the gland through which the souls enters
the body and DMT has been dubbed “the
spirit molecule” for the compound’s possible
connection to our state of consciousness. In
fact, Hancock states, “Ayahuasca is the hallu-
cinogenic brew that is used by more than
seventy different cultures in the Amazon
jungle. Ayawasca means the vine of the soul
and the vine of the dead, and its primary pur-
pose is for use entering the spirit world to
gain knowledge.”

That modern shamans access the spirit
world by drinking ayahuasca, Hancock be-
lieves is a huge clue to the leap in conscious-
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here is a journey that we all have to
take—life. It is one of those things
from which there is no escape and it
is the root of most ancient myths,

fables and tales. In this context we open new
eyes to the mysteries of our past and see
them with clearer vision. 

We are born, it is generally thought, with
no knowledge whatsoever other than some
minor genetic memories, and many of us
simply follow the patterns that life and our
peers throw at us. We subconsciously as-
sume, it is argued, that we must follow in
the footsteps of our forefathers; to marry,
have children, get a job and ride the com-
mercial roller-coaster. There is seemingly no
way out but most of us seem enthused, if not
confused, by the ride. 

It all seems perfectly natural. We are,
after all, it is generally believed, apes with
less hair. We strive to be the alpha male and
female; to fit in with the society or “tribe”
that surrounds us which appears to be just a
larger version of our selves—the creation of
our group of selves. 

But, in the times long gone by, our an-
cestors saw through it all and recognized
that there was another way. They discovered
that in order for man to elevate himself
above the level of the grindstone, he needed
to alter his internal dialogue. Man needed to
understand himself and the forces that drive
him. 

This unique understanding—that there
could be a higher goal for mankind, whether
collectively or individually—evolved into
what we now call Gnosticism. Of course this
is a massive oversimplification and we
should not forget what we have been told by
the mystics—those who have experienced
what most would call otherworldly emotions
or visions. Also, regardless of popular percep-
tion, the Christians were not the only Gnos-
tics and mystics. Gnostic comes from the

Greek word gignoskein, meaning simply “to
know.” It was applied primarily to “one sect
of so-called philosophers in the first ages of
Christianity.” 

However, the term is now being used
more loosely and I personally see the term
slightly different than others and probably in
a controversial light. 

To me the Greek term implies all-
knowledge. This is a kind of knowledge
which might be gained by plugging one’s
mind into the worldwide web and being able
to download every single piece of data in an
instant. In the same way, the true Gnostic,
much like the mystic, could understand all
things in a unique way. Whether this is the
mind tapping into the collective uncon-
scious, the Akashic records, or any other
name given to the process, does not matter
for the purpose of this article, the fact re-
mains, it was believed. And because of this
belief, physical manifestations of the internal
belief system emerged the world over. In this
way, the temples of man were exactly that—
Temples of Man. Not forgetting that the very
word man means “mind.” 

Gnosis, then, it seems to me, means
knowledge of the most esoteric kind, and
this is the story that has been hidden from
our eyes for too long. This is the truth of the
secret societies that we on the outside are
supposedly too worldly to comprehend.

The Temple
So, let us now try our best to compre-

hend the Temple of Solomon and in doing
so, let us walk upon holy ground, trodden
only by the initiated. 

In the years of my own searching there
were times when I would be found at the feet
of the Magi, sitting and listening to the wise
words of the Sufi, joining in the debate at
some Freemasonic Lodge. All the time I was
learning and viewing the process with an
open ear and an open eye, and yet also bal-
ancing it all with  knowledge of modern-day
science and reductionism as I understood
them. And to me it appeared that both

worlds, the one of the esoteric and the one of
science are useless apart—both are needed
today if we are to truly understand and be-
lieve. 

And so down to the true meaning of
Temple of Solomon. Unfortunately,though,
we are lacking in any archaeological evi-
dence. What we are told is that in the 10th
century B.C., the wise King Solomon erected
a great Temple to the Lord. Unfortunately, if
any of this is true, then it appears that it was
a temple which encompassed many pagan re-
ligions. 

According to Professor James Pritchard
in his book, Solomon and Sheba (1974,
p.35):

“.. the so-called cities of Megiddo, Gezer
and Hazor, and Jerusalem themselves were
in reality more like villages.. Within were
relatively small public buildings and poorly
constructed dwellings with clay floors. The
objects reveal a material culture which, even
by the standards of the ancient Near East,
could not be judged sophisticated or luxu-
rious. The ‘magnificence’ of the age of Sol-
omon is parochial and decidedly lackluster,
but the first book of Kings implies exactly
the opposite.”

In fact and in the bright light of day, what
we actually have, and what most writers are
afraid to say, is that there is no physical evi-
dence whatsoever for Solomon’s Temple. In
fact, we have no significant evidence for Sol-
omon, other than these peculiar Biblical
texts. Neither do we have any convincing evi-
dence for the Queen of Sheba, or any of the
other characters involved. Instead, there is
more depth than could ever be imagined,
more meaning than we would dare to be-
lieve. 

John Michell in The Temple at Jeru-
salem: A Revelation, gives us an insight into
what may be the real meaning.:

“Legends of the Temple describe it as the
instrument of a mystical, priestly science, a
form of alchemy by which oppositely
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impossible, to credit or-
thodox notions that the
sources of our megalithic
heritage were but Stone
Age hunter-gatherer soci-
eties with little on their
primitive minds but sur-
vival and procreation. In
detailed descriptions of
phenomena such as the
precise terrestrial and ce-
lestial alignments of an-
cient monuments along
long ley lines; advanced
ancient sciences of
number and sacred geom-
etry; sophisticated pre-
historic engineering and
much more, Michell
paints the picture of a vast
and coherent worldwide order beyond any-
thing imaginable today. “We live within the
ruins of an ancient structure,” he wrote in
the first edition of View, “whose vast size has
hitherto rendered it invisible.” Emerging
from current research is the awesome image
of an ancient structure so great, its outlines
have heretofore escaped understanding,
awaiting patiently our ascent to a sufficient
height where its masterful design, stretched
out beneath us, could at last be appreciated.

Colin Wilson described The View Over At-
lantis as “one of the great seminal books of
our generation—a book which will be
argued about for generations to come.”

Michell’s schedule remains busy. Just
back from a few days in Greece he was re-
laxing at his Nottinghill home in London
when Atlantis Rising reached him.

Has he, we wondered, been keeping up
with research by Graham Hancock, Robert
Bauval and others into celestial alignments
of the monument of Egypt’s Giza plain with
the constellation Orion and other stars? He

mong those who have argued in their
writings that there once was a great
and shining—albeit forgotten to his-
tory—fountainhead of civilization

whose ghosts even now continue to haunt
us, few have been more eloquent than John
Michell.

The author of over a score of works on
ancient mysteries, sacred geometry, UFOs,
unexplained phenomena and the like, Mi-
chell is familiar to American readers pri-
marily through his visionary classic The View
Over Atlantis (originally published by
Thames and Hudson in Great Britain in 1969
and a few years later in the U.S. by Ballan-
tine). The Earth Spirit, Michell’s profusely il-
lustrated essays on the ways, shrines and
mysteries of the subtle animating forces of
the planet and their near universal celebra-
tion since the dawn of time was published in
the U.S. in ’89. A revised and rewritten ver-
sion of his first book, re-titled The New View
Over Atlantis, was published here in 1995. 

Michell argues that across much of the
earth are ancient earthworks and stone mon-
uments built for an unknown purpose, and
that their shared features suggest they might
be part of a worldwide system which he be-
lieves served the elemental science of the ar-
chaic civilization which Plato called Atlantis.
Michell suggests in this connection the most
significant modern discovery is that of leys, a
mysterious network of straight lines which
link the ancient places of Britain and have
their counterparts in China, Australia, South
America and elsewhere.

In The New View Over Atlantis the Cam-
bridge-educated scholar’s vision of a high
megalithic civilization with a mastery of
principles far beyond present-day under-
standing is so thoroughly and beautifully
worked out that it becomes difficult, if not

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has and hears an echo of evidence he has
found in British sites in “much older stone,”
where alignments with significant stars also
indicate the route of the soul after death. 

“Everywhere in the ancient world you see
this terrific obsession with death, reflected in
the orientation of monuments,” he observes.
To him it seems plain that the ancients pos-
sessed a kind of science of immortality along
the lines that Graham Hancock has
suggested.

Unlike Colin Wilson who theorizes that
the ancients possessed advanced psychic fa-
culties but had no technology as we under-
stand the term, Michell believes it is very
clear that they did. He sees it in the elaborate
work of siting and construction of monu-
ments well before the pyramids, and he sees
it in their highly developed sciences of
number and geometry. “It’s truly just ex-
traordinary so many numerical harmonies
are put into basically very simple structures,”
he marvels, “and how they designed others to
concentrate on the long term. In this very

beautiful pattern is implied the kind of philosophy that
says we can construct here on earth the path to the
heavens.” He cites the frequent use of the number 12, as
in the 12 tribes of Israel, and a connection with the 12
signs of the zodiac, hinting at an attempt to order life on
earth according to the pattern of things in the heavens.

The question of technology becomes more pressing,
but even harder to answer, when one considers how the
giant stones of ancient sites were actually cut, tooled and
moved. “It is a mystery actually,” he concedes, “this in-
credible precision. And again in megalithic times, the ex-
traordinary weights involved—raising blocks of 100 tons
or more, transporting them and setting them up. Terrific
labor ingenuity and, no doubt, principles that aren’t rec-
ognized today.”

Could such principles have included some kind of lev-
itation? “There are very persistent references from the
classical writers to the power of sound,” he assents, “of
the use of song and music and tone to make things
lighter. Work songs where there’s a rhythm got up.
Where you can move things without a lot of effort.”

Whatever lost secrets the ancients may have pos-
sessed, Michell believes that we can yet recover them
and, in fact, will, when the time is right. “Human inge-
nuity is such that we can do anything we want. If (the an-
cient knowledge) was actually needed, then it would re-
turn again. There’s no doubt about that,” he insists. As to
the suggestion that we may have been left hidden caches
of records such as the legendary Hall of Records in
Egypt, he thinks it very likely that such treasure troves
exist but is not certain we will recognize them when we
see them. “Plato went on about a certain canon of law
possessed by the ancient Egyptians by which numerical
proportions and musical harmonies which dominate a
society enable it to continue on the same level for liter-
ally thousands of years,” he explains. “Ancient civiliza-

tion lasted far longer than we can conceive of today. So it
seems to me that the whole society was based upon an
understanding of the harmonies by which the universe is
laid. And acting upon these by corresponding rituals, and
that sort of thing, could hold the society together
through crises.” However, he concedes, being sufficiently
developed to appreciate the wisdom of such laws may be
another matter. 

The possibility that we may have begun, at least in
some quarters, to resonate in harmony with the ancient
chords of wisdom, could open the door to a return of an-
cient wisdom, though. In religious stories such as the
Revelation of St. John, Michell sees the description of a
New Jerusalem coming down ready-made through a
parting of the heavens as the manifestation of an awak-
ening and a wholesale change from the patterns of a pre-
vious age.

Such a revelation comes, he believes, from nature and
“it is invoked. When we need it we ask for it and it comes.
Today when people are so uncertain, I think we are
looking for a truth and understanding that is beyond this
world of chaos—of secular theories, and all the scientific
theories which follow one after the other but never estab-
lish anything—we’re looking for the higher truth that is
always there. When we ask for that, we’ll get that.”

In a chaotic world where dissonance and dissonant
music apparently reign supreme, there seems little hope
that such a force can be overcome, but Michell remains
optimistic. “It will overcome itself,” he believes. “Cer-
tainly it has always been recognized that music is the
most powerful of the arts. As Plato said, forms of govern-
ment eventually follow the forms of music. That’s why
the ancients were very careful in controlling music—no
cacophony was allowed. The same music was heard at fes-

Dwarfing Pluto
Goddess of Discord Upsets Planetary Apple Cart

he solar system hasn’t had such a jolt
since 24-year-old Clyde Tombaugh,
continuing the work of Percival
Lowell, found Pluto on February 18,

1930. Lowell died in 1916 unaware that his
photographic plates had captured Pluto. For
a long time that was the final word on
planets. 

Our word for planet comes from the
Greek “planates,” meaning “wanderer” and
was meant to distinguish the moving stars
(planets) from what seemed to be fixed stars.
That seemed self-evident until now, but life
in the solar system is becoming more com-
plex. Burgeoning discoveries of planets or-
biting other stars, as well as planetoids and
comets which keep popping up in our solar
system, created a classification dilemma. In
the face of mounting demand the Interna-
tional Astronomical Union (IAU) formed a
committee to define a planet.  

Eight is enough
Eris, Greek goddess of discord, has upset

the apple cart. Officially dubbed 2003 UB313,
Eris was identified on January 5, 2005 and is
for now the largest object found in orbit
around the Sun since Neptune was discov-
ered in 1846. Eris is a spherical body larger
than Pluto residing in the Kuiper Belt, the
icy ring which separates the planets from
the deeper parts of space. Pluto is no longer
the solitary object it was once thought to be
but rather the brightest of a large class of
Kuiper Belt Objects. 

True to her name Eris stirred up a tem-
pest of controversy at the August meeting of
astrophysicists in Prague. According to re-
ports the scientific discussion about her
proper designation became a “raucous” de-
bate which ended with Pluto and newcomer
Eris both being relegated to dwarf planet
status, leaving the solar system with eight
planets. As even more objects may be discov-
ered in our solar neighborhood the astrono-
mers voted that Pluto couldn’t remain a
planet without doing scientific disservice to
other “real” planets. It had to be a blow, but
at least Pluto is considered first in the new
class of trans-Neptunian dwarf planets, along
with Eris, Quaoar. 

Eris is also the most distant object ever
found in orbit, further than Sedna, which
was discovered in 2004, and has an oval orbit

of 560 years, more than twice as long as
Pluto’s. Eris apparently looks similar to
Pluto, but while the lord of the underworld
is red, Eris is white, reflecting more sunlight
from her surface than any body in the solar
system except Saturn’s moon Enceladus.
Scientists believe her great distance from
the Sun causes methane and nitrogen to
freeze solid and her atmosphere is therefore
more reflective.  She is visible through a tel-
escope in the constellation of Cetus, the
Whale, or Sea Monster. According to my col-
league Philip Segewick, Aries currently re-
sides at 20 Aries 54 in the Tropical zodiac.  

Power of a name
Some exquisite mechanism appears to

act within collective consciousness to result
in the naming of archetypal influences. The
naming of Eris further confirms my belief
that astronomers are just as fascinated by
this process as storytellers. Naming some-
thing imbues it with power, and once a ce-
lestial body has a name its existence comes
alive in our consciousness. 

Myth transmits truth through the ages
even when it seems to contradict history.
Troy, for example, was only myth for a time.
Eris was Xena the warrior princess for
awhile but is now a full-fledged goddess.
Mythically there’s not much to draw on but
some sources say Eris was the daughter of
Zeus and Hera, twin sister of Ares (Roman
Mars), and said to be his constant com-
panion. So Eris is an Olympian in her own
right. The Greeks generally disliked Ares as a
troublemaker, and likely his sister by associ-
ation, but the later Mars was held in high es-
teem by the imperial Romans. 

Eris seems to be mischievous with lots of
attitude. One of her artifacts is a golden
apple of immortality, brilliant, shining and
fatally attractive, which hints at a deeper
meaning to her nature. Anyone who saw the
shining orb desired it. It’s not clear from
mythic fragments how she attained this
priceless artifact, but in the old stories it was
always a goddess who conferred immortality
on a hero. That apple instigated the Trojan
War. Legend says Eris was angered after not
being invited to a wedding on Mount
Olympus. She crashed the party and threw
her apple (or one of them) into the midst of
the revelers. The apple had a note attached
with said, “For the fairest.” Naturally, three
mighty goddesses each thought they should
have the apple: Hera, Aphrodite and Athena.
They summoned a mere mortal to choose
between them and the result triggered the
Trojan War.   

When paradigms shift
How will astrologers adapt to the demo-

tion of the smallest planet and the addition
of a new Olympian, albeit a dwarf planet? Be-
fore Herschel discovered Uranus in 1781,
there was a convenient relationship between
the known planets and their relationship
with the twelve Zodiac signs. Astrologers
speculated about other planets which would
ultimately fill out rulership of the twelve.
Planet Vulcan and the dark Moon Lilith were
popular candidates. There is actually some
talk of returning to the classical rulerships,
but I think this is unlikely.

Esoterically astrologers adapted and de-
fined the discovery of Uranus as an evolu-
tionary step in humanity’s unfoldment.
When Neptune (1846), and Pluto (1930), in
turn were “discovered” astrologers perceived
that our collective consciousness as a
human race had evolved to the point where
we could recognize and respond to these
higher planetary frequencies on a conscious
level. Symbolically we were ready to move
beyond the limiting rings of Saturn. Astrolo-
gers speak of the outer planets as “higher oc-
taves” of Mercury, Venus and Mars respec-
tively, acting to raise our thoughts, feelings
and actions above the realm of ordinary pur-
suits. 

Undiscovered country
These new discoveries have the potential

to expand how astrologers interpret sym-
bolic and archetypal content of the solar
system and our psyches. Like the discoveries
of Uranus, Neptune and Pluto heralded new
awareness, technology and transformation,
so too will further discoveries take us to the
next level in our unfolding pattern. 

As new objects are discovered within the
Kuiper Belt and Oort Cloud it is possible
that we will experience an entirely different
psychological mechanism. 

Pluto was named for the mythical god of
the dead, Hades in Greek. He was an Olym-
pian who was given rulership of the Under-
world, called the House of Hades. Hades
name meant “the Invisible,” and was not
spoken aloud for fear of arousing his anger.
Instead he was most commonly called
Pluton, “the Rich,” signifying the wealth of
mines cultivated beneath the Earth, and he
was often depicted with a horn of plenty.
Pluto has guarded the gates to the under-
world for nearly a century but we have lost
the deeper meaning of Pluton and what it
means to mine the depths. There are won-
ders waiting beyond the artificial limits we
have enforced but we must summon courage
to dive.  

Since Pluto’s discovery astrologers have
witnessed the paradox firsthand that Pluto’s
small size is no indication of its influence.
Astrologically and archetypically Hades, the
Invisible, and Pluton, the Rich, fits well with

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ginning of the age of Aries. We are ap-
proaching the end of the age of Pisces and
the dawn of the age of Aquarius, and it’s time
for the paradigm to shift again. 

In October 2002, based on observations of
the star closest to the heart of the Milky Way,
Rainer Schoedel, at the Max Planck Institute
for Astrophysics in Garching, Germany, an-
nounced, “We can now confidently say that a
black hole does indeed exist at the center of
our galaxy.”  As recently as the Middle Ages
Galileo was imprisoned for advancing Coper-
nicus’s view that Earth circled the Sun, not
the other way round. In some ways our
awareness has come a long way in several
hundred years. 

The solar system hasn’t changed; we just
see it differently. We shouldn’t be surprised.
As accounts of Near Death Experiences, After
Death Communications, angelic visitations,
encounters with extraterrestrials increase
dramatically, it is becoming clear that the
once impenetrable borders of the under-
world, described like a veil between the
worlds, is thinning and revealing more deni-
zens from that realm. 

These discoveries challenge traditional as-
trology to widen the lens and deepen the in-
terpretation. I expect that astrologers will
grab the golden apple which Eris offers, ex-
panding the symbolic view of our collective
consciousness without asking permission
from the IAU.

the deep, psychological issues which must be
mined when the influence of Pluto presents
itself. Whatever we call Pluto his influence
will still be felt. If we doubt that, look at the
ruckus tiny Eris has stirred up. 

The Kuiper Belt itself may archetypically
prove to be like the mythical River Styx, and
crossing the outer reaches of the solar
system will lead us to the dark and icy realm
of the Oort cloud, an underworld containing
potential riches to be mined.  As we pass the
outer limits of the solar system we begin to
engage the galaxy itself—the largest unit
most of us can conceive. 

Principia Discordia
Strange forces are at play in collective un-

consciousness which Freud never even
dreamed about. In 1958 a new religion was
created. Called Discordianism it is a modern,
chaos-based religion. The deity of Discordi-
anism is none other than our new dwarf
planet, Eris, who the Romans identified with
their goddess Discordia. Described as both an
“elaborate joke disguised as a religion, and as
a religion disguised as an elaborate joke,” it
has also been called “Zen for round eyes.”
Discordianism is evidently the code of com-
puter hackers. 

Although most religions revere the prin-
ciples of harmony and order in the universe,
Discordianism can be interpreted as a recog-
nition that disharmony and chaos are equally
valid aspects of reality. The tenets of this dis-
cordant religion can be found in their guide
book, Principia Discordia which often hints

that Discordianism was founded as a dia-
lectic antithesis to more popular religions
based on order. The book describes, often
with humor, chaos as a much more under-
lying impulse of the universe. Perhaps the
intent was to balance the creative forces of
order and disorder, but the focus is certainly
on the more disorderly aspects of the
world—at times the forces of order are even
vilified. It’s fascinating that Eris was wor-
shiped as embodying disorder half a century
before she reentered the Olympian arena.
How might we examine the purpose of strife,
as in an Olympic game, for example? 

Serious students of myth notice that the
tenor of the stories began to change after de-
struction of Thera by a volcanic eruption and
the corresponding culture in Old Kingdom
Egypt. Symptoms of this shift in Greek
myths included an increasing glorification of
war accompanied by a deteriorating value of
agriculture and cyclical time. This coincides
with the end of the age of Taurus and the be-

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f the many unexplained anomalies
which fascinate most of us, the three
categories featured in this group of re-
views usually gets top billing.

Research Institute (BRI), an archeoastronomy
think tank focused on celestial knowledge of an-
cient civilizations, with an emphasis on preces-
sion mechanics. Based on this research he has put
forth the “Binary Model” to better explain the Pre-
cession of the Equinox, the little understood,
third motion of the Earth. Cruttenden is also pro-
ducer of the DVD, The Great Year, a film about
the precession cycle and author of the book, Lost
Star of Myth and Time.

John Major Jenkins—an independent re-

CROP CIRCLES: Crossovers from Another
Dimension
Produced by Terje Toftens of Oslo, Norway

Here we are—giving you yet another review
on crop circles. But for those interested in this
phenomenon, can there ever be too much infor-
mation?

And this DVD does provide new information
and from different angles (including the shots of
the circles). 

It’s Toftens’ belief that with so much evidence
and so many eye witnesses all over the world, this
really couldn’t be a huge, coordinated, organized
bluff. “This is the only paranormal phenomenon
for everyone to see,” he says. “Because they are so
physical—you can visit them, take pictures of
them, examine them in all kinds of ways, do all
kinds of research on them, you can measure them
with instruments—what you find is that there are
things going on that are unexplainable.” 

Yes, you will recognize a few of the researchers

from DVDs past, but Toftens introduces some with
whom you may not have yet become acquainted—
as well as himself, as he is rather new at this. 

Toftens has been a producer in Norway for the
past 25 years, working mainly with productions
for the Norwegian industries, such as oil and gas,
shipping, different types of finance industries. His
working environment has been dominated by en-
gineers and finance people. He says this film is to-
tally different from what he has been used to—the
first international documentary he has made and
the first on this type of phenomenon. He acknowl-
edges that there are many other crop circle DVDs
on the market and he highly recommends that
you view as many as possible.

It was only four years ago that he became
aware of what was going on with crop circles
(which is rather amazing, considering) when he
saw some pictures pinned on a wall at an exhibi-
tion in Oslo and immediately became fascinated.
He states, “I first thought that they were made by
artists coming up with a new idea on how to make
art. I asked a woman there for the artist’s name
and she said she didn’t know, that she wasn’t even
sure it was anyone from this world. I thought she
was joking, of course, but after talking with her
for awhile, I started getting the feeling that this
really was something else and I immediately fell in
love with and wanted to see this for myself. So I
went to Wiltshire, where most of these appear, the
following summer. When I stepped into my first
crop circle, my life changed.” (As so many others
have stated.)

Toftens is totally fascinated with the orbs, the
balls of light seen and filmed by many researchers.
“It’s hard enough to understand how the circles
can be created by people at night time, but it’s ab-
solutely impossible to understand how these orbs

could be hoaxed. I’ve spoken to so many people
who have seen them flying in and out of crop cir-
cles, hovering above people’s heads. They seem to
glitter like diamonds and not only at night, but
during the day as well, reflecting the light from
the sun, blinking as they move around. Some-
times, they just dissolve into the ground or the
crop; sometimes they take off at an enormous
speed; and sometimes they just dissolve into thin
air. I have spoken to people who have had them
right in front of their faces—one guy even telling
me of how it landed on his hand and he could
stick his other hand right through it—no physical
form, just a glowing energy. 

“When you hear these stories, it’s hard to ima-
gine how they could just be products of imagina-
tion. It’s something with the way people are
telling them. It certainly has convinced me these
things are going on; probably the military and
other authorities know more about this than they
are allowing us to know. They are becoming a
part of our daily life and of our reality. Still no of-
ficial investigation is going on and that surprises
me. I hope this film will contribute to spreading
information and inspiring people to find out more
about this because it’s one of the most important
things going on on this planet at the moment. I
think it has something to do with our future—
with the way we treat the planet, the way we treat
environments, something to do with our con-
sciousness, our state of being, and how we are
going to survive into the future. It has something
to do with the whole understanding of life, the
universe, and spirit and matter so that’s why it’s
so extremely important to find out more about
this.” 

Toftens hopes that people will keep an open
mind to it instead of ridiculing it and calling it all

a hoax thereby losing the opportunity to discover
something that is possibly very important to us.

Well known crop circle expert Michael
Glickman comments in the video, “There’s no
doubt in my mind that we’re on this journey of
change. As I’ve said before, I don’t think the crop
circles are responsible for it, other than doing it,
but I think the authors of the crop circles are very
much aware of this and they also realize that we
earthlings, who are profoundly stupid, as well as
divine, miraculous, inventive, graceful, loving, but
thick! don’t know what’s going on. I think our
cousins, who are the impresarios of the crop cir-
cles, are using the crop circles to aid our transi-
tion and to give us come clues about this impor-
tant time. I say—open your heart—it’s as simple
as that.

Andy Thomas says he first came across crop
circles in 1991 and found it to be an interactive
process—it’s something tuning in, or it’s some-
thing we’re putting out. He says, “Nobody really
knows who makes them or where they come from,

the mysterious. Each year you get more crop cir-
cles; each year you get more people saying
they’re all manmade; they must be a hoax.

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Continued from Page 53 ployed as a nuclear physicist for such companies
as GE, GM, Westinghouse, TRW Systems, Aerojet
General Nucleonics, and McDonnell Douglas on
such advanced, classified, eventually cancelled
projects as nuclear aircraft, fission and fusion
rockets, and nuclear powerplants for space.

Friedman takes a clear-cut unambiguous
stand that some UFOs are alien spacecraft, that
the subject of flying saucers represents a Cosmic
Watergate, that none of the anti-UFO arguments
made by a variety of noisy negativists stand up to
careful scrutiny, and that we are dealing with the
biggest story of the past millennium—visits to
Earth by alien spacecraft and the successful cov-
erup by governments for 59 years of the best
data—alien wreckage and bodies recovered in

New Mexico. He has spent many weeks at a total
of 20 document archives and has successfully
taken on many critics of flying saucers, Roswell
and Majestic 12, including at Oxford University
where he won the debate. 

This is a nice, clean production. One annoy-
ance, though, was that the second disk focuses
the camera on Friedman instead of on his slide
presentation, so the video viewer isn’t privy to his
references. While the viewer still gets the gist of
the information, it is annoying!

Controversy still

surrounds the Majestic
12 documents, which
were released in 1987.
Many point to them as
evidence of the U.S. mil-
itary’s having recovered
an alien spacecraft and
bodies in the vicinity of
Roswell, New Mexico, in
1947; others insist that
they are a very clever
hoax.

So, what are the Ma-
jestic 12 documents?
These documents,
dealing with the estab-
lishment of a TOP SE-
CRET group to handle
the 1947 recovery, were
left on the doorstep of
researcher Jamie Shan-
dera by an unknown
source. He and his asso-
ciate, Bill Moore, pro-
ceeded to try to find out

cently by author/researcher Gerry
Vassilatos, presents a case for the pos-
sibility of a True Electric Age. Tesla
wanted to give us not only abundant
power for heating, electricity and
transport; he also wanted to give us a
safe-to-handle harmonic-resonance
form of electricity instead of the dan-
gerous and sometimes life-destroying
electromagnetic current we use.  

Huh? The very idea of a different
form of electricity, one that doesn’t
shock and kill, is just not considered
in any mainstream textbook. We
know about different quantities of
amperage and voltage, but the vast
majority of us know nothing about a
different quality of electricity. 

I’ve only heard about it through
interviewing inventors such as Jo-
hann Grander of Austria, whose unu-
sual method of generating electricity
had also created a safe form of cur-
rent. Several sources claimed that a
hair dryer running on Grander’s mag-
netically powered generator was
thrown into a bathtub full of water, and the
dryer continued to blow and spray out water.
In Austria I saw a photo in which someone
reached in and plucked that spraying hair
dryer out of the water—without being
harmed. Don’t try this at home, kids. Ordi-
nary electricity would have electrocuted the
person. Unfortunately Grander learned,
through incidents in his life, that powerful
industrial interests wanted him to shelve the
invention, and he did. A few years ago he said
he is waiting until humankind displays a
higher level of spiritual readiness before he
would release his free-energy invention. 

More than a century ago, Tesla worked
with a kind of current that would light light-
bulbs and run motors with one wire—in
other words, in circuits with no return wire.
Today’s electrical experts would not believe
what he was doing, but in Tesla’s view he was
working with a more natural form of cur-
rent. His benign current oscillated by itself at
very high frequencies (up to millions of alter-
nations—or vibrations-per-second) without
using mechanical devices to oscillate it.

Practical use of a benign form of elec-
tricity did not cease with Tesla’s death, how-
ever. Peter Lindemann’s book The Free En-
ergy Secrets of Cold Electricity unravels the
mystery of how Edwin Gray produced free
energy. Lindemann says that Gray discovered
that the discharge of a high-voltage capacitor
could be shocked into releasing a huge ra-
diant electrostatic burst, and Gray learned
how to capture the energy spike in a special
device. The non-shocking form of energy
that came out of Gray’s device powered mo-
tors and appliances and charged batteries.
Gray died in his shop in 1989 in Nevada
under mysterious circumstances.

says there was no electricity-as-we-
know-it lighting the bulb. He has lit
bigger filament bulbs in his hands,
standing near a magnifying trans-
mitter. “You feel nothing. You don’t
feel any kind of shock when you make
and break the contact. It’s completely
clean; the light bulb just goes on, and
goes off. There’s no arcing, nothing!”

He includes images from that
video in his Radiant Energy speech
and says the filmed demonstrations
were nothing compared to what Tesla
had in mind for us. Tesla had a com-
pletely different form of electricity—
not electromagnetic waves—and he
wanted to run the industrial age on
that different form. The standard
adopted for the industrial age, how-
ever, is to use transverse electromag-
netic waves as our only type of elec-
tricity. What Lindemann and a few
others define as Tesla’s “longitudinal
electrostatic compression waves,” on
the other hand, is the form of elec-
tricity that has been “frozen out of the
market.”

Meanwhile we all live in a sea of
energy, which Lindemann explains as
being the electrostatic field of the
planet, made up of what Tesla saw as a
neutral-particle flux. Earth, air and

sunlight are full of it. However, “as long as
we build circuits that are referenced to
ground in a closed loop, the ‘natural me-
dium’ is prevented from producing a poten-
tial gradient in our circuit that we can draw
energy from.” Lindemann says we are acting
like birds sitting on a high-voltage line and
wondering where all the energy is.

For our entertainment and to make
learning easier, in his Power Point presenta-
tion Lindemann inserted excerpts from a fic-
titious book “Tesla Vocabulary For Dum-
mies.” His slides included relevant quotes
from Tesla’s writings and put them in a per-
spective we can understand. Lindemann
communicated a lot in one hour—what Tesla
must have meant by the phrase “radiant en-
ergy,” how Tesla achieved radiant-energy ef-
fects and what it could have meant for us if
society had adopted Tesla’s model of
electricity.

As for the 1893 statement about the great
day it would be if we ever figure out what
electricity is, in 1900 Tesla said, “Whatever
electricity may be, it is a fact that it behaves
like an incompressible fluid and the earth
may be looked upon as an immense reservoir
of electricity.” 

This is definitely outside the standard
view. Lindemann acknowledges that the
statement does not compute if we are only
talking electron-theory. Tesla was not talking
about the standard theory which is so well
accepted that today’s experts don’t have the
humility to admit that their gospel of elec-
trons is only a theory. It has been a suc-
cessful theory, resulting in an overflowing
Pandora’s shipping-crate of highly praised
technologies. But that doesn’t mean we know
everything about electricity.

To show that Tesla’s famous Magnifying
Transmitter did produce a different form of
electricity, Lindemann features on the cover
of the above book a photograph of a radiant
energy discharge—coming  from a Tesla
Magnifying Transmitter built by genius elec-
trician Eric Dollard. To put it into size per-
spective, know that the coil has a wooden top
eight inches across. The etheric discharge
has the same blue dartlets described by
Tesla.  

I remember viewing videotaped experi-
ments on a 1988 Borderland Science Re-
search Foundation (BSRF) video which
Lindemann mentions, and in recent years I
again bought the two BSRF videos—“Tesla’s
Longitudinal Electricity,” and “Tesla’s Trans-
verse & Longitudinal Electric Waves.” (With
titles like that, no wonder the research re-
mained so long cloistered in fringe-science
circles.) 

On one of those videos, the black-bearded
Dollard and his associates show the one wire
connecting two pancake coils built to Tesla
patent specifications. They point out the ap-
paratus that creates “disruptive discharges”
to run the experiment. A light bulb glows
while connected in a closed loop across the
secondary of a flat coil. Then you see Dollard
reach over and grab the wire, lift it out and
the light bulb stays lit! It’s running as a one-
wire power transmission; no closed loop. The
light bulb continues to receive plenty of cur-
rent. 

In another demonstration, a BSRF duo
make electrical contact and light an ordinary
filament light bulb in their hands. Note they
are not holding a fluorescent bulb. Linde-
mann, who was also filmed in that video,

ceasing curiosity—teenagers—thus drasti-
cally expanding his experimental base.

He did this to such phenomenal effect
that on September 7, 2006 he appeared as
part of a live audience panel discussion for
BBC’s Radio 4 program “The Material World”
broadcast from the British Association for the
Advancement of Science’s Festival of Science
at the University of East Anglia in Norwich,
U.K.  The audience was polled at the begin-
ning of the show to determine its relative ac-
ceptance of matters psi and at the end to de-
termine what change in views, if any, had
occurred.  As the host Quentin Cooper was at
pains to point out, the B.A.A.S., widely per-
ceived as a citadel of traditional science, has a
long, carefully suppressed history of distin-
guished members with “out there” views, in-
cluding physicist and chemist Sir William
Crookes, who discovered thallium and he-
lium, but famously attested that medium
David Douglas Home levitated out a window
several stories up, floated around the corner
of the building, then came in through an-
other window, all while under direct observa-
tion by the eminent scientist. These days, we
mostly think of him because of the Crookes
radiometer, that light-driven whirligig you
can buy at science museum gift shops.

The online article on that show is quite
good (http://www.bbc.co.uk/radio4/science/
thematerialworld_20060907.shtml) but the
half hour broadcast itself (hit the Listen
Again link once there) is remarkable in more
ways than we can even list, bringing to-
gether a variety of scientific backgrounds
and views, some skeptical, in a wide-open,
respectful discussion of not just the experi-
ments and methodologies proper, but of fun-
damental issues, scientific philosophies, the
difference between the true “show me”
skeptic and the false “skeptic” who is really a

“no evidence will ever convince me” scien-
tific fundamentalist in skeptic’s clothing;
also discussed were how to guarantee bad re-
sults in psi research, and the vexed dilemmas
of the scientific tendency to not want to pub-
lish marginal results, peer reviewed journals
generally not being interested in publishing
such experimental outcomes, difficulty of
getting psi articles published in mainstream

scientific journals to begin with, and that
great bugaboo of academia, obtaining
funding.  

There was a droll suggestion offered that
those conducting remote influencing experi-
ments should seriously consider hanging
around outside university funding com-
mittee meetings!  The end of show audience
poll found that several psi contrarians had
become psi believers, with none going the
other direction.

“The Material World” was by no means
the only such appearance by Dr. Sheldrake.
Indeed, BBC Radio 5 Live ran an interview of
him conducted by skeptic Professor Atkins,
but the link (www.sheldrake.org/
homepage.html) is regrettably corrupt and
works only briefly.  A pity, really, seeing as
how that Oxford University chemist was
quoted as saying “Although it is politically in-
correct to dismiss ideas out of hand, in this
case there is absolutely no reason to suppose
that telepathy is anything more than a char-
latan’s fantasy.”  Nor was his the only scien-
tific establishment voice raised in howling
dissent, as ably captured that day in The
Times(http://www.sheldrake.org/D&C/
controversies/Times_report.html).

“British Association for the Advancement
of Science. Theories of telepathy and afterlife
cause uproar at top science forum.” Times
Science Editor Mark Henderson, Science Ed-
itor wrote, “Scientists claiming to have evi-
dence of life after death and the powers of tel-
epathy triggered a furious row at Britain’s

Panel on BBC’s Material World. Sheldrake (rt.)
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premier science festival yesterday.
Organisers of the British Association
for the Advancement of Science (the
BA) were accused of lending credi-
bility to maverick theories on the
paranormal by allowing the highly
controversial research to be aired
unchallenged.

“Leading members of the science
establishment criticised the BA’s de-
cision to showcase papers pur-
porting to demonstrate telepathy
and the survival of human con-
sciousness after someone dies. They
said that such ideas, which are
widely rejected by experts, had no
place in the festival without chal-
lenge from skeptics.”

No doubt Professor Chris
French, a skeptic from London’s
Goldsmiths College who sat on that
previously described panel and was
interviewed live, would take excep-
tion to such an assertion!

Here are a few more samples, as cited in
the above article. Lord Winston, fertility spe-
cialist and former president of the BA: “I
know of no serious, properly done studies
which make me feel that this is anything
other than nonsense. It is perfectly reason-
able to have a session like this, but it should
be robustly challenged by scientists who

Sir Walter Bodmer, geneticist and Presi-

dent of Hertford College, Oxford: “I’m
amazed that the BA has allowed it to happen
in this way. You have got to be careful not to
suppress ideas, even if they are beyond the
pale, but it’s quite inappropriate to have a
session like that without putting forward a
more convincing view. It’s extremely impor-

tant in cases like this, especially for the BA,
which represents science and which people
expect to believe, to provide a proper
counter-argument.”

Readers are free to decipher the unmis-
takable meta-messages at their leisure, but
it’s pretty obvious, to the writer at least,
what’s really being said by these worthies.
The BA, by the way, is shorthand for the
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B.A.A.S. With such a fabulous target, The
Times editorial staff had a field day, assailing
not merely the scientific establishment but a
whole bunch of secrecy-driven others in
most withering terms (http://www.sheldrake.
org/D&C/controversies/Times_editorial.
html).”

It’s short, pithy, and utterly merciless in
its conclusions.  As such, given its conclu-
sions and the highly respected, influential
periodical in which it appears, it may eventu-
ally be seen as the first mainstream death
knell for the old Rationalist, Reductionionist,
Materialist model of reality.

Brainstorm
It goes without saying that telepathy

works.
Are you thinking what we’re thinking?

We thought so, and ordinarily that would ob-
viate the need for this article.

But it seems that some skeptics are still
clinging—deaf to the inner voices of their
own minds—to the dull empiricism that
deems telepathy not just implausible but im-
possible. For them, it is worth spelling out:
the evidence for mind-to-mind communica-
tion is now so overwhelming that it has been
presented at the annual meeting of the
British Association for the Advancement of
Science. This has dire implications for the
telecoms and polygraph industries. The
treasured careers of secret agents, diplomats
and war reporters will suffer if they cannot
master this newly respectable skill. Profes-
sional poker is doomed, lying is more peri-
lous than ever and human courtship will
never be the same again.

Full disclosure requires that we acknowl-
edge in old-fashioned print, as well as via
what Upton Sinclair called mental radio, the
depth of dismay occasioned by Rupert Shel-
drake’s presentation at the BA of the results
of an experiment in which participants were
invited to guess which of four friends was
about to call them on the telephone. He says
some guessed right 40 percent of the time,
proving the existence of telepathy. Crusty
traditionalists say that this proves the exis-
tence of nothing but intuition and dumb
luck. We say, ponder The Times’ input-
output theory, aka Tinpot: we take in so
much food, water and inspiration, and our
cerebral cortices generate so much measur-
able electrical activity that it is absurd to
think that none of it escapes in the form of
transmittable brainwaves. That’s what we’re
thinking, and it’s the thought that counts
(The Times Editorial, September 06, 2006).

One link that does work, though, is Dr.
Sheldrake’s October 5, 2006 appearance on
ABC Radio National’s “In Conversation,”
hosted by Robyn Williams, where readers
may not only listen to the audio but read the
transcript.  The show, though, is concerned
less with the experiments themselves than
with how Dr. Sheldrake, once a “very re-
spected botanist,” got so scientifically far
afield. It is an inquiry into who he is these
days, how he sees himself, and what he
thinks. In the interview he reports that some
1500 trials involving telephone telepathy and
telepathy via e-mail have been done, and that

the odds against nearly 300 telephone telep-
athy trials yielding 45% accuracy by random
chance stand at around a billion to one
(http://www.abc.net.au/rn/inconversation /
stories/2006/1754367.htm#).

Don’t Take Our Word For It
Those of you who like to experiment for

yourselves may wish to go to his Experiment
Portal, where you can learn how to partici-
pate in a variety of large-scale trials spread
out all over the world.

How spread out?  His tests found that tel-
epathy was completely range independent, as
verified in tests originating in England and
received in Australia (http://www.sheldrake.
org/Onlineexp/portal/).

Interestingly, Earth sensitives, covered in
AR No. 27 “The Bio-Sensitive Factor” by the
writer, have found the same thing to be true,
for they can feel the buildup of crustal strain
and volcanic pressure clear on the far side of
the planet, as well as the earth events them-
selves when they strike. Some can even de-
tect solar upheavals before the actual emis-
sions reach the scientific monitoring
satellites.  

Of course, this neatly fits into the
emerging notion of the interconnectedness
of everything, whether expressed scientif-
ically in the exotic terms of quantum entan-
glement, as the in-forming principle of meta-
physics, the Manitou of the Native
Americans, the “Force” familiar to legions of
“Star Wars” fans, or Dr. Rupert Sheldrake’s
theories of morphic resonance and the mor-
phogenetic field.  We should note, too, his
studies of the connection between intention-
ality and the various telepathic phenomena
he studies, as well as the fact that, using a
special SQUID (Superconducting Quantum
Interference Detector) helmet, Viennese ex-
perimenters succeeded over a decade ago in
scientifically detecting and measuring the in-
tention signal generated by the human brain
before any electrochemical “orders” were
sent to the muscles via the nervous system
(200 mph). Per Leading Edge #78, January
1995, page 24, “...micromagnetic fields... pre-
ceded voluntary activity by 30-50 millisec-
onds...”  The implication is shattering—
“intent is a luminal process that bypasses the
ordinary neural networks of the brain.”  

Is it this electromagnetic energy which a
telephone telepath reads and analyzes when
a call comes in, so as to determine who the
caller is before the caller so much as
breathes?

Is it this that a sentry which, with a po-
tential victim’s back turned, picks up and re-
sponds via an abrupt about face, having read
the stalker’s intent to kill before the stalker
even moves?

These are but some of the key questions
Dr. Rupert Sheldrake is investigating these
days, questions which, whether he intends it
or not, go to the very essence of who we
truly are, what we’re about, and why we’re
here.
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decade later, when he was reinstated on the
throne in 1658, he approved and ratified the
land grants he made earlier, thus giving his
seven barons the official legal title to the
holdings, according to the law of the land. 

But what was so important about this
particular land grant that it had to be made
so urgently, right after the power switch in
England and with Charles II hiding in
France? Surely this could’ve been done later
in a more orderly fashion, like other grants
indeed were. To answer that question, we
must recall the vital fact that Charles II and
his father were not only kings of England
and Scotland, but also heads of the Stewart
dynasty, usually spelled “Stuart.”

The Stewarts/Stuarts have been named by
the writers of “Holy Blood, Holy Grail,” and
much of the subsequent literature which
that book prompted, as nothing less than the
heads of the “secret brotherhood” charged
with safeguarding the Holy Grail on the
British Isles, and in fact themselves heredi-
tary descendants of the Merovingians and the
sacred Grail Dynasty. The Grail itself,
whether a physical artifact or a person or
both, was said to have been safely secreted in
Scotland by Templars fleeing from France,
with Rosslyn Chapel being a likely location. 

The English Revolution was actually a
Civil War between several conflicting factions
on the Isle, and a most troubling time for the
Stewarts (and consequently their “Grail fra-
ternity”). They were besieged not only by
Cromwell’s parliament in England, but also
by the Presbyterian parliament in Scotland. 

If Scotland was indeed the resting place of
“the Grail” and the Stuarts its champions,
then the English Revolution would surely be
a time when its keepers would need to seri-
ously consider moving something as vital as
this charge to a safer location again.

Civil wars are notoriously a time when
one doesn’t know whom to trust, one’s old
friends could suddenly go over to the “other
side.” The best case in point is Charles I him-
self, who trusted the Scottish Parliament and

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surrendered to them hoping
for help, but was instead
handed right over to Cromwell,
to later be executed. 

In such a situation, it seems
obvious that young Charles II
had been pressed by others in
the Grail circle into urgently
making the Virginia land
grants right after his father’s
beheading.

The story of Charles II and the Seven
Barons in the Virginia annals with the incon-
gruous date is the clue they left in the his-
tory books for future researchers who would
seek the Grail in later times. It was meant to
tell us that the Grail was taken from Scot-

the United States. Jamestown, Virginia (not
Plymouth, Massachusetts) was the location of
the first viable English colony on the new
continent, in 1607. It was also the first finan-
cially successful English overseas venture,
from which pretty much all of modern Amer-

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land and moved to Virginia, in the years im-
mediately following the execution of Charles
I. 

Upon looking closer at the history of that
state, we see that it is perhaps the single
most significant place in the development of
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ican business and commerce spawned. And
as noted earlier, the original charter was
written by Francis Bacon himself. 

The land holdings of the Seven Barons
are said to have all been eventually pur-
chased by one of them, Thomas Culpepper,
whose daughter married Thomas Fairfax,
fifth baron of Cameron. Their son, Thomas
Fairfax, the sixth Cameron, became a per-
sonal friend and benefactor of both George
Washington and Thomas Jefferson. His sup-
port was one of the chief factors which
brought these men to early prominence.

The region had afterwards become synon-
ymous with the Fairfax name. Later, part of
the Northern Neck grant lands became
Washington D.C., the national capital no
less, and a great deal has been written about
the significance of its location at those pre-
cise coordinates.

The name “Virginia” itself is extremely
meaningful in the lore surrounding the
Grail. Named by Drake after the “Virgin
Queen” Elizabeth I, it is in fact a symbol for
the Maiden, a “virginal” form of the God-
dess—who is the embodiment of the sacred
feminine principle, which some say that the
Grail represents.

We have here, then, a most significant
link to the early origins of the United States,
and perhaps the underlying reason behind
the vast amount of arcane meanings present
in the various symbols of this country and in
the layout of its capital city. This could be
the final bit of evidence to clinch the theory
that the Grail legacy really continued in
America.

Several interesting locations in Virginia
should be noted in that regard, in addition to
Washington D.C. itself. The town of Wil-
liamsburg, further south from D.C. towards
the historical Jamestown settlement, holds
the famed Bruton Church, where Manly Hall
and many others believed that Francis Bacon
had hidden part of his “treasure,” consisting
of some immensely vital secret documents
and other things. 

For seekers of more modern thrills, there
is the headquarters of the CIA at Langley, on
the front lawn of which sits one of the great
riddles of today—the enigmatic Kryptos
sculpture. Formerly reputed to play a part in
Dan Brown’s upcoming Langdon novel, its
three solved parts of the code seem to point
to a hidden treasure, with an obvious link to
ancient Egypt—a description of Howard
Carter opening of Tutankhamen’s tomb. The
CIA itself is of course implicated in just
about every conspiracy theory one can think
of. 

Whether any of these connections are
meaningful to the greater quest or not is un-
important here. But that curious date in the
historical annals of Virginia definitely ap-
pears to be a vital hint about the later fate of
the Grail, after it left Roslyn Chapel in
Scotland.

I think it’s safe to say, “Yes Virginia, there
IS a Sanity Clause.”

1965, an alien craft
returned, this time to
the Nevada Atomic
Test Site. Very much
like the scene in
Close Encounters,
this was a simple, un-
ceremonious,
working meeting.
The twelve coura-
geous astronauts
boarded the Eben
craft along with 40
tons of supplies, for an intended stay of ten
years. Four of them would never see Mother
Earth again. Two would die, and two would
choose to remain on Serpo. The others
would not return until thirteen years later. 

                         
“We See Two Suns”

The trip to Serpo took ten months,
during which the astronauts experienced
considerable discomfort. They were offered
Eben food, but all agreed that it tasted like
paper, and they stuck with the C-Rations
they had brought along. The diary of the
team commander recounts the second day
on board: “We sat in the chairs and a clear
container was placed over us and the chair.
We were isolated in this bubble or sphere.
We could breath (sic) OK and could see out,
but we really felt dizzy and confused. I think
I fell asleep or fainted. I think this is another
day, but my watch says one hour since we
sat.” They used small metal containers for
elimination, which the Ebens emptied for
them. Eventually, they were able and allowed
to wander freely around the enormous ship.
The team was able to communicate with
earth HQ at Kirtland AFB, using the alien de-
vice, for the entire trip. Prior to reaching
Serpo, the team member known as 308 had
some sort of accident and died of a pulmo-
nary embolism. The Ebens were respectful of
the funerary rites of the astronauts, but they
took possession of the body. 

The team commander’s account of the
landing is vivid. “We see the planet for the
first time. We walk down the ramp. Large
number of Ebens waiting for us. We see a
large Eben, largest one we have seen yet…I
guess this guy is the leader. About one foot
taller than the others. The leader tells us we
are welcome to planet…we are lead (sic) to
an open arena. Looks like a parade field. The
ground is dirt. Looking up, I see blue skies.
The sky is very clear. We see two suns. One
brighter than the other. The landscape looks
like a desert, Arizona or New Mexico. No veg-
etation that we can see. There are rolling
hills but nothing but dirt…The brightness is
almost too much for our eyes without sun-
glasses. What a planet.” They were quartered
in four huts that appeared to be adobe-like,
and all their gear was stored in an under-
ground facility. The temperature was 107.

President Kennedy
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The buildings all had lights and electricity
generated by a small box. They were able to
plug their electrical devices into the box, and
they all worked. 

The one they called Ebe2 was a female
and spoke English well. The team com-
mander asked her for the body of 308. They
were taken to a large building where they
met an Eben doctor who spoke English. The
commander’s diary describes the confronta-
tion: “This doctor told us that 308’s body was
not inside the container. The Ebens have
done experiments with 308’s body because
they considered it an honor to have such a
specimen to work with. The doctor told us
they have used 308’s body to create a type of
cloned human being. I stopped the doctor at
this point. I told the doctor that the body of
my teammate was the property of the United
States of America, planet Earth. The body did
not belong to the Ebens. I did not authorized
(sic) any experiments on the body of 308.” It
was a tense situation. The Ebens were upset
with the team’s reaction, and Ebe2 told them
that “everyone should be nice,” and repeated
it several times. The astronauts had to back
off to prevent a major escalation of the inci-
dent. 

The commander and the scientists (700
and 754) were given permission to view what
was left of the body of 308. This brought
them into a building where biological experi-
ments were being carried out. They were
shocked by what they saw. The commander
says they viewed “Strange looking bodies.
Not human bodies, at least not all of them”

from other planets being grown and main-
tained in tubs. The Eben doctor tried to ex-
plain the science behind their work, but the
earthlings didn’t comprehend because they
didn’t really understand DNA bio-technology
in 1965. The team commander concluded
that it was all evil stuff. He says, “I saw the
dark side of this civilization.”                        

The population of Serpo is about 650,000.
Anonymous says that the Eben civilization is
about 10,000 years old originating on an-
other planet which they were forced to leave
5,000 years ago due to volcanic destruction.

The Ebens fought a devastating interplane-
tary war about 3,000 years ago, and wiped
out their enemies using particle beam
weapons. The war lasted about 100 years.
The Ebens have a “Council of Governors,”
which is in complete control of the popula-
tion, with membership for life. The astro-
nauts observed no crime, but there is an
army, which also acts as a police force. But
no guns or weapons of any type were seen by
the team. There is one large community,
which is the center of the civilization. All the
industry is concentrated there. The Ebens do
not use any type of currency—they are all is-
sued whatever they need from central distri-
bution centers. All adult Ebens do some type
of work.

A 3,000-Page Book
Timekeeping was a problem for the astro-

nauts, since the batteries controlling the
timepieces brought by the team eventually
ran out. This meant they could not keep
track of the calendar, so they eventually
relied on Serpo time, which was governed by
the movement of their suns. So they lost
track of earth time and ended up staying
thirteen years instead of ten. It was deter-
mined by earth scientists that Kepler’s Law
of planetary motion did not apply to Serpo.
Carl Sagan was consulted on this, and wrote
about 60 pages of opinion on the subject, but
ultimately had to acknowledge that earthly
laws of physics do not necessarily apply out
of this solar system. 

The eight astronauts returned in 1978,
and were debriefed for a solid year by the Air
Force Office of Special Investigations, which
resulted in a 3,000-page book. Anonymous

claims to have a copy
of this book. They
were then released
into civilian life. The
last survivor of this
brave and historic
band of pioneers
passed away in 2002.
They had all ab-
sorbed large doses of
radiation while on
Serpo, and it is be-
lieved that this short-
ened their lives. 

In retrospect, it
seems a shame that
President Kennedy
didn’t live to see his
initiative become a
reality. He was assas-
sinated only five

months before the first landing. Would he
have used the occasion to reveal the extrater-
restrial connection, perhaps with worldwide
TV coverage? Could that have been his plan
from the beginning? Perhaps some powerful
insiders didn’t want that to happen. In any
case, thanks to Steven Spielberg, maybe we
got to see it after all.

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Equally plausible is the possibility that ani-
mals, mainly elk, bison and caribou, took the
route after their herds had consumed what
little vegetation was present on the Asiatic
side. Men could have followed them as their
meat supply moved east.

Nor do we know the time it took to cross
from continent to continent. In March 2006,
two adventurers crossed the Bering Strait
from east to west on foot by walking across a
frozen section where the distance is 56 miles
and the perilous journey took them 15 days.
They were an Englishman, Karl Bushby and
a Frenchman, Dimitri Kieffer—and upon ar-
rival, they were arrested for not entering
Russia through a border control station! 

Eleven thousand years ago, the denizens
of Northern Siberia were undoubtedly
tougher than humans today and being accus-
tomed to living in Arctic conditions, they
could have made the crossing faster. Animals
might have taken longer, lacking a human
compulsion and having no curiosity as to
their destination. But then, as far as we
know, the humans knew nothing of the exis-
tence of continents although they could have
had an awareness that a strait that used to be
water was now  land.

Point Hope, the location of the Ipiutak
village, is about 400 miles north of the nar-
rowest section of the Bering Strait so the
crossings of the migrants could have been
longer in distance than that taken by the two
modern adventurers. Another consideration
is that by staying close to the shore of the
land bridge, the migrants could have had ac-
cess to fish and game to sustain their
journey. This would have enabled them to
have taken longer for the crossing.

Some of the excavations of Russian ar-
chaeologists in the Amur River district in
Northern Siberia have revealed the remains
of a number of prehistoric settlements very
similar to Ipiutak. The climate in that region
is just as hostile as in Northern Alaska, yet
evidence has been found of large Paleolithic,
Neolithic and even Bronze Age populations.

A further connection with the Asian con-
tinent has been identified in that the decora-
tive carvings of the Ipiutak resemble those
from North China 3,000 years ago, while
other carvings resembled those of the Ainu
peoples of Japan. The conclusion was that
the people of Ipiutak had a material culture
far more elaborate and imaginative than  that
found elsewhere in the Arctic.

When knowledge of a region’s earlier his-
tory is lacking, it can often be helpful to re-
view the mythology of its past. Little atten-
tion has been paid, though, to the mythology
of the Arctic, as the remoteness of its loca-
tion and its harsh and forbidding climate
have not made it worthwhile to give it more
than a minimal attention. Still, three
streams of hyperphysical existence are asso-
ciated with the Northern Polar regions . . .

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casing “was leveled and honed to the stan-
dard of accuracy normal in modern optical
work.” Egyptian records themselves describe
a level of reflective technology mainstream
scholars are still reluctant to consider. At 60
feet in height, the 121-ton obelisk at Heliop-
olis raised for Pharaoh Sesostris I’s jubilee in
1942 B.C. is the oldest of its kind, and in-
scribed with a hieroglyphic text describing
“13,000 priests chanting before a huge
mirror of burnished gold.”

In The Electric
Mirror of the Pharos
Lighthouse, author
Larry Brian Radka con-
clusively shows that
practical electronics
were applied in Pha-
raonic civilization, most
obviously at the famous
Lighthouse. The
amount of fuel, he
points out, needed to
power its beacon if
flammable, never ex-
isted in all of Egypt, and
imports would have not
only proved prohibi-
tively expensive, but
been exhausted within
the first year of its oper-
ation. Due to these and other no less cogent
considerations, Radka credibly argues that
the Pharos Lighthouse featured a carbon-arc
lamp, in which a blindingly bright light is
produced by an electrical spark jumping be-
tween the pointed ends of a positively and
negatively charged rod. Its power source was
a bank of liquid, primary cells known as the
Lalande Battery. Invented (re-invented?) in
the 19th century by Felix Lalande and
Georges Chaperon, the Egyptians possessed
all the materials (glass, copper, mercury, and
lye) to make its ancient predecessor. As
Radka explains, “Several large Lalande cell
place in series and parallel could have sup-
plied enough voltage and current to power
the Pharos light for many hours before any
of their elements would have needed re-
placing. This type of battery needs no ex-
ternal source of electricity to revitalize it.
After it has discharged, replacing two of its
internal ingredients restores the unit to full
capacity.”

The existence of such a battery is not
mere speculation but supported by smaller,
though fundamentally similar cell batteries
found elsewhere in the ancient Near East,
most famously, the so-called “Baghdad Bat-
tery,” discovered by archaeologist Wilhelm
Koenig, during 1938, in Stuttgart, Germany.
The earthenware jar was fitted with an as-
phalt stopper pierced by an iron rod, its
lower section surrounded inside by a copper
cylinder. When filled with common fruit
juice, the device generates two volts of elec-

tricity. In 1940, Professor Koenig published a
scientific paper on the artifact originally
found at Khujut Rabu, just outside Baghdad,
and dated to 250 B.C., more than two thou-
sand years before the official invention of the
electric battery by Alesandro Volta in the
early 19th century. After the Second World
War, Willard F. M. Gray of the General Elec-
tric High Voltage Laboratory in Pittsfield,
Massachusetts, built and tested several repro-
ductions of the Khujut Rabu finds, all of
which produced equivalent electrical out-
put. Another German researcher, Dr. Arne
Eggebrecht, found his duplicates electro-
plated selected items. Electro-plating occurs
when small electric current is applied to a
thin layer of one metal, such as gold, on to

the surface of another,
i.e., silver. From his ex-
periments, Eggebrecht
believes that many clas-
sical statuettes and
other objects regarded
as solid gold are more
likely gold-plated lead.

 Existence of the
“Baghdad Battery” and
its companion pieces es-
tablishes that at least a
fundamental under-
standing of electricity
was grasped and applied
by the ancients, even in
a relative cultural back-
water like Khujut Rabu
during the 3rd century
B.C. Iran was then ruled

by the Parthian Empire, a great military
power, but not famous for its scientific so-
phistication. In any case, the batteries found
there show that electrical power was not un-
known in classical times, if not before. The
“Baghdad Battery” may not have been the be-
ginning, but, rather, close to the end of a
technology with roots in the deep past, as in-
dicated by a revealing comparison. The
Pharos Lighthouse rose to 280 Old Kingdom
Royal Cubits, or 481 feet, the same height of
the Great Pyramid. Such a salient relation-
ship was hardly coincidental, demonstrating
that both structures, despite the millennia
separating their construction, were built ac-
cording to the same principles of sacred
geometry.

This organizational unity began with all
three pyramids of the Giza Plateau. They are
linked by the Golden Section. Rediscovered
by Leonardo da Vinci, who provided the
name, the Golden Section is a spiral in the
canon of ancient geometry used for the de-
sign of sacred architecture. It was valued as
the most desirable proportion, because it is
expressed in the patterns of natural forms.
These include cosmic nebulae, in the ratios
between planetary orbits, animal horns, sea
mollusks, the formation of the human fetus,
in the laws of Mendelian heredity, heliotro-
pism (the movement of flowers following the
path of the sun) and whirlpools, together
with thousands of other examples observed
in Nature. It appeared in a nautilus shell, its
exterior wall removed to expose the Golden

Baghdad Battery
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Numinor has been immortalized by
J.R.R. Tolkien as the “Celtic Atlantis.” An-
other race, the Hyperboreans, were described
by the Roman scholar, Pliny, as being a
happy race who lived to a great age and died
by jumping off a high cliff after living a full
life. They lived beyond the Ripaean Moun-
tains, a generic term for the northern parts
of Russia. The third, Thule, was mentioned
by Ptolemy and other pioneer geographers to
describe the most northerly region of the an-
cient habitable world.

The philosopher, Will Durant, says in The
Story of Civilization, “Immense volumes
have been written to expound our knowledge
and conceal our ignorance of primitive man.
Primitive cultures were not necessarily the
ancestors of our own—for all we know they
may be the degenerate remnants of higher
cultures that decayed when human leader-
ship moved in, in the wake of the ice.”

This profound thought may well be an ex-
planation of the lost cities of the Arctic. Most
authorities have no doubt that Ipiutak is but
the first of many ‘lost’ cities to be found. An-
other, Tigara, has already been identified and
but for the extremely short portion of the
year when excavation of the frozen land is
possible, a string of other names would have
already have been added—and with them,
more details and information on their tal-
ented, imaginative and determined peoples.

Much remains to be learned about
Ipiutak. There are two reasons for this—one
is that it was discovered only fifty years ago,
the second is that the bitter Arctic condi-
tions make the work agonizingly slow. As a
result, we have far more questions than an-
swers regarding this enigmatic frozen city.
Here is yet one more of those questions . . .

We have strong evidence for believing
that we know where the Ipiutak people came
from, but we still don’t know the answer to
the question—where did they go? If they
went south, they would have been in a less
severe climate and remains would surely
have been found by now that could be linked
with the city near Point Hope. It is possible
that they went east and in this case, discov-
eries may be made in the future in the
Northwest Territories of Canada. 

Wherever the Ipiutak went, their ad-
vanced culture will be identifiable and that
may even lead to an answer to the next inevi-
table question, why did they go?

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Section spiral inside. This was the Wind
Jewel, the personal emblem carried by the
Mayas’ Kukulcan and the later Aztecs’ Quet-
zalcoatl—the “Feathered Serpent,” who long
ago brought the principles of civilization to
Mexico from his sunken kingdom across the
Atlantic Ocean.

Temple was the first to notice that “a
shadow cast by the second pyramid, known
as the Pyramid of Khafre, upon the Great
Pyramid at sunset on 21 December. The
shadow, if truncated by a vertical line run-
ning up the middle of the south face of the
Great Pyramid, does actually form a golden
triangle. There is actually a purposeful slight
indentation of a few inches in the construc-
tion of the side of the pyramid, discovered in
measurements made by Petrie. This ‘apo-
thegm’, as geometers call such vertical lines,
forms the right angle to transform the sol-
stice shadow into a perfect Golden Triangle.”
That this shadow was thrown on the Great
Pyramid by Khafre each winter solstice to
form “ a perfect Golden Triangle” can have
hardly been fortuitous, and further illus-
trates that all three pyramids were built si-
multaneously as part of a unified plan.

The evidence is overwheming: the an-
cients possessed a technology in many in-
stances equal to and occasionally more ad-
vanced than the vaunted efforts of modern
man.

self, Krishna Das is enjoying success and the
life he’s living. “I'm actually getting more
one-pointed, more concentrated on my path.
Right now, every bit of waning energy that I
have, I am compelled to put toward practice.
And the older I get, the more
I realize that if you don’t
have realization within you,
you better get it, because we
have no place else to turn to.
We have to look within our-
selves. We can’t be hoping.
We have to have real faith,
not hope.” While he’s com-
fortable with money, for him
it’s just the means that al-
lows him to ‘show up’ and
share his daily practice with
as many people as he can.
“I’m just reflecting the love that my guru
has and all the presence that he is, and
people reflect that back to me, so it feels
great. The fact that people come to hear me
at all is always a miracle to me, because I’m
just focused on singing whatever I’m singing
in that moment.” Though people who’ve just
gone through surgery or chemotherapy
often write to thank him for his inspirational
CDs (including Live on Earth, Pilgrim

Heart, One Track Heart, Breath of the Heart,
Greatest Hits of the Kali Yoga, and his soon
to be released Flow of Grace), Das doesn’t do
what he does for money, fame or other
people. “Believe me, I don’t take this
lightly—but I don’t do it for other people.
There are no other people. It’s just us. We are
one. If I was just performing, that presence,
that grace wouldn’t be in the voice for people
to feel. It would be something else. Who you
are is what you transmit, no matter what

you're doing.” 
Other than childhood

piano lessons, a stint with
the euphonium in high
school and self-taught guitar
skills, KD claims to have very
limited musical capabilities.
“I have a nice voice. I know I
can’t do anything to help the
world very much. I don’t
know anything about poli-
tics. I don’t know anything
about religion, really. I know
how to travel—and I know

that home base is in front of the altar and in
front of the harmonium.”  Das finds it easy to
practice his Bhakti because, as he sees it,
“you are falling in love with who you really
are, with what lives within you. When we
were with Maharaj-ji, he ravished us with his
beauty. You could not take your eyes off him!
When you’re in love, do you have to read a
manual on how to be in love?” 

Though he still gushes over the graces of
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his guru and “would kill to be able to be with
him in person again,” Das insists he’s not se-
duced by idolization. “I mean the big Ma-
haraj-ji, not the one I knew in the body, but
the being that inhabited that body,” he eluci-
dates. “That being was never born and never
died; that being is our true nature. It’s who
we are. God.” And, whether he’s singing with
just a handful or a thousand people, he
claims it’s no different than singing for that
One. “It’s that presence that I’m singing to
and entering into—not his personality pres-
ence, but the Presence of that love; that com-
passion, that sweetness.” 

Das uses the metaphor of an ocean to de-
scribe his understanding of God, or Guru.
“First, we may hear the distant roar of the
crashing waves of the ocean—and we’re
drawn to that sound. As we get closer, we can
smell the ocean air and taste the sweet mois-
ture. When we reach the beach and see the
ocean for the first time, we’re transfixed by
the vastness and beauty. We run and we dive
in and enjoy the freedom that comes from
this ecstasy. Finally we merge with that
ocean, then find ourselves back on the shore,
returning so we can share the experience
with others.” He believes those that have re-
turned have brought back the Names of God,
which he likens to “the sound of the surf of
that Ocean of Love.” He feels these Names
hold the power to help us find our way back
to that Ocean and, though he has taken the
name ‘servant of Krishna’ from the Ha-
numan (Monkey God) lineage, Das doesn’t
have a favorite deity; in fact, he considers
them all ‘family.’ “Everyone has their own
path to this beach, to the Ocean, but we all
wind up in the same place. There is only one.
One.” 

Nonetheless, it feels good to get together
with other ‘ones’ and enjoy a community
group sing-along. It’s become a hip way to
spend an evening, especially among yoga
practitioners, and Kirtan singers Jai Uttal,
Bhagavan Das, Deva Premal and Wau are also
gaining widespread popularity. “Satsang is
where people gather together to turn within
and find their own inner path to the One,”
says Das (who, though vegetarian since 1968
when he quit the college basketball team,
does “just enough hatha yoga to be able to
get out of bed without a cane”). “When we
gather together to sing like this we are
helping each other find our own paths. We
all must travel this path by ourselves, be-
cause each of us is our own path. All these
paths wander on in their own way, but in
truth we are all traveling together and until
the last of us arrives we will all keep trav-
eling. So, let’s sing!” After the chanting, Das
often closes concerts with a prayer. “If we
know anything about a path at all, it’s only
because of the Great Ones that have gone be-
fore us. Out of their love and kindness, they
have left some footprints for us to follow. So,
in the same way that they wish for us, we
wish that all beings everywhere, including
ourselves, be safe, be happy, have good
health, and enough to eat. And may we all
live at ease of heart with whatever comes to
us in life.”

Still, most of the action of the Canopus
in Argos: Archives quintet of novels takes
place in the “past,” from the dawn of man to
the 1970s. And Doris Lessing has long been
known for her belief in the existence of
other, higher realms of reality (both within
the mind and beyond it), for her learning
and wisdom, and for her immersion in the
mystical lore of Sufism (particularly the
brand promulgated by Idries Shah). All of
which has led many of her admirers to be-
lieve that the history of mankind in the Can-
opus series really is somehow the true his-
tory of mankind (and Adalantaland the true
Atlantis), disguised as fiction by the brilliant
and all-seeing Lessing.

In the Preface to The
Sirian Experiments, the au-
thor goes to some lengths to
say this isn’t so. Referring to
the evil inhabitants of the
planet Shammat (part of the
Empire Puttiora) who have
sown much destruction on
earth since the collapse of the
Lock, she writes:

“If I have created a cos-
mology, then it is only for lit-
erary purposes!....No, no, I do
not “believe” that there is a
planet called Shammat full of
low-grade space pirates, and
that it sucks substance from
this poor planet of ours; nor
that we are the scene of con-
flicts between those great em-
pires Canopus and Sirius.

“But,” she adds, “could it not be an indi-
cation of something or other that Canopus
and Sirius have played such a part in ancient
cosmologies?

“What do our ideas of ‘good’ and ‘bad’ re-
flect?

“I would not be at all surprised to find
out that this earth had been used for the pur-
poses of experiment by more advanced crea-
tures....That the dimensions of buildings af-
fect us in ways we don’t guess and that there
might have been a science in the past which
we have forgotten... that we may be enslaved
in ways we know nothing about, befriended
in ways we know nothing about ... that our
personal feelings about our situation in time,
seldom in accordance with fact, so that we
are always taken by surprise by ‘aging,’ may
be an indication of a different life span, in
the past—but that this past, in biological
terms, is quite recent, and so we have not
come to terms with it psychologically... that
artifacts of all kinds might have had (perhaps
do have) functions we do not suspect... that
the human race has a future planned for it
more glorious than we can now imagine...”

Thus “Adalantaland,” along with every-
thing else in Lessing’s Canopus novels, is fi-
nally not so far from what Lessing imagines

really might have been, or what might be, in
terms of the evolution of our cosmos. Her
books are a kind of template, and the degree
of truth they contain is entirely a function of
how deep her visionary powers reach.

There was much in Doris Lessing’s life to
foster fiercely probing visionary powers. Now
87, she was born of British parents in Persia
(now Iran) in 1919 and moved with her
family to Rhodesia in Africa when she was
five. She grew up on a farm in a vast wilder-
ness ringed by towering mountains and
crowned by a night sky blazing with stars.
She dropped out of school at 13, educating
herself by reading omnivorously. Married at
19, she had a son and daughter by her farmer
husband, Frank Wisdom, before leaving her
family for Gottfried Lessing, an expatriate
German communist. (Lessing had become a
communist herself since, along with much
else, communists were the only whites then

fighting apartheid.) She had
a son by Lessing, Peter,
whom she took to England
with her when that marriage
fell apart. Arriving in London
in 1949, she rapidly became
involved in communist, polit-
ically activist and avant-
garde literary circles; over
the next half-century she
would mingle with many of
the most important cultural
figures of the day. Lessing’s
first novel, The Grass is
Singing (1949), about a
woman who feels suffocated
by small-town racism, was an
immediate success. The
Golden Notebook, published
in 1962, became a keystone
in the burgeoning feminist
movement and remains one
of the most important books

of our times. 
Doris Lessing’s novel, The Four-Gated

City, published in 1972—the fifth and final
novel in her semi-autobiographical “Children
of Violence” series—marked the beginning of
the transition from realism to mysticism in
her work. The heroine, Martha Quest, works
for a writer, Mark Coldridge, scion of an old
Tory family. She becomes deeply involved
with his family of atomic bomb spies, mad
women, writers, artists, trade unionists, etc.
Martha becomes an Everywoman to this part
of the social history of the time—the Cold
War, the Aldermaston Marches, Swinging
London, the deepening of poverty, social an-
archy. The City of the novel’s title is
London—or is it? It is also the archetypal city
Mark describes in a book he writes called The
City in the Desert. As, toward the end of the
now science-fictional novel, society begins to
come apart—as Mark’s son Francis starts up
a commune and Mark himself decides to start
up a “Rescue” commune in Libya—the four-
gated city takes on the symbolic contours of
the imaginal interworld cities of Sufi lore (Ja-
barsa, Jabalqa and Hurqalya, comprising the
Earth of the Emerald Cities), through which
all earthly cities have their being and of >

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which they are merely the reflec-
tion. It evokes echoes of the Holy
City of Jerusalem of Saint John’s
Book of Revelation (which has four
groups of three gates each), of Ado-
centyn, the fabled four-gated City of the Sun
of the ancient Egyptians—and even of the
capitol of Atlantis as described by Plato in his
dialogues the Timaeus and the Critias.

The theme of higher levels of reality
(which are interior worlds as well as exterior
ones) also begins to announce itself in the
novel with the parallel motif of madness as a
possible gateway to these realities (if this is
actually achieved, it is no longer madness).
Lynda Coldridge, Mark’s wife, is so mentally
ill she cannot live with him, spending most
of her time in the basement of his house. But
Martha, coming to know her intimately, dis-
covers that Lynda can hear other people’s
thoughts. It becomes clear her “madness”
stems from the suppression of her ‘wild tal-
ents’ by her family and society, resulting in
her being rendered (though not entirely irre-
trievably) actually insane. Martha puts her-
self through an experience in which she con-
sciously retrieves these same powers—
though not without the risk, which she only
narrowly avoids, of going insane herself.

“Sometimes Lessing, and Sufis, seem to
believe that insanity is actually mysti-

cism emerging,” says adjunct English
professor Dr. Debra Bunch Ghosh,
who wrote her Ph.D thesis on Doris
Lessing and Sufism. “Sometimes the
belief seems to be that in fact some-
thing has gone wrong with the or-
ganism. Lynda and Martha are (like

Jim Morrison) trying to ‘break on
through to the other side.’ Lynda

cannot recognize the door that is there,
that she can walk out any time. Martha is
permitted the breakthrough.” 

“Telepathy”—even a telepathy that can
hear into the future—is one way of de-
scribing a part of mankind’s suppressed
powers. Another is that we are all one, a col-
lective mind. Lynda, and slowly Martha,
learn to let go of some of the barriers
holding the individual mind back from aware
participation in this greater self. The two are
thus all the more prepared when the final ca-
tastrophe comes: atomic wars, plagues, and
more (Lessing avoids specifics) which de-
stroy great tracts of the population and
leaves thousands of isolated groups strug-
gling for survival. Martha has joined Francis
Coldridge’s group, which ends up stranded
on Faris Island off the Northwest coast of
Scotland. Here Martha bears witness that the
eradication of the greater part of “civilized
humanity” has lifted much of the dead
weight of ossified perception and convention
from the planet and begun to tear down the
walls between realities. She says:

“It was during this year that many of us
walking alone or in groups along the cliffs or
beside the island streams met and talked to
people who were not of our company, nor
like any people we had known—though some
of us had dreamed of them. It was as if the
veil between this world and another had
worn so thin that earth people and people
from the sun could walk together and be
companions. When this time, which was so
terrible and so marvelous had gone by, some
of us began to wonder if we had suffered
from a mass hallucination. But we knew we
had not. It was from that time, because of
what we were told, that we took heart and
held on to our belief in a future for our race.”
Throughout this period some of the Cano-
pean and Sirian agents—as we learn from
Lessing’s later Shikasta—have been working,
with many failures, to sustain humanity; the
rending of the interdimensional veils signals
the restoration of the Lock and the resump-
tion of mankind’s “Forced” march toward
fulfillment. But the uncompromising sybil-
eyed Doris Lessing won’t let it rest at that. It
was the sudden unexpected misalignment of
the stars that broke the Lock ten millennia
before. She leaves us with the question: How
are we not to know that another misalign-
ment of the stars—the signature, perhaps, of
even higher powers even more powerfully in
control—won’t send us on the path of de-
struction once again? Still vigorously writing
at age 87, Doris Lessing may yet provide an
answer.

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ness our ancestors took so long ago. His
theory puts forth the possibility that, as new
plant life was taking hold in Europe after the
glaciers receded at the end of the last ice age,
humans new to the area stumbled across psi-
locybin mushrooms which were ingested as a
possible food source and which had unin-
tended hallucinogenic consequences. As
Hancock explains, the hallucinations that en-
sued triggered a process: “I think it was a
very complex process, but I think that was
really at the heart of what was shaking our
ancestors up and taking them out of the very
rigid and unchanging
behavior pattern into
a new one. I think
these experiences al-
tered the behavior of
our ancestors, and by
altering their be-
havior, it altered the
conditions on which
evolutionary pro-
cesses work and thus
it can truly be de-
scribed as an evolu-
tionary leap forward.
Shamans still today,
in tribal and hunter/
gatherers cultures,
who induce altered
states of conscious-
ness by taking hallu-
cinogens or by other
methods, report that
they receive teach-
ings from the beings
they encounter in
their trance state,
and Hancock sees no
reason why it would
have been different for our ancestors, that
the teachings of these spirit beings that they
encountered may be precisely what switched
them from that rigid pattern that remained
unchanging for six million years and trans-
fomed them into the creatures we have
become.

The implications of these assertions are
quite staggering. Hancock suggests that if
humans enter an altered state of conscious-
ness to the point of hallucinations, the uni-
versal images and beings encountered may
be no less real than the reality we experience
in everyday life. In other words, it’s possible
that the intelligent beings that pass knowl-
edge to shamans, while they’re in induced
trances, may actually exist in another dimen-
sion of reality only accessed through the sha-
manic process, a process also experienced by
the ancient cave artists.

Exploration of these concepts has spread
to universities and researchers around the
world. As noted earlier Hancock pays partic-
ular tribute to the work of South African Uni-
versity Professor David Lewis-Williams who

has convinced the majority of anthropolo-
gists and archaeologists around the world
that these theories hold weight. “On the
basis of very solid evidence, David has con-
vinced his colleagues, who now agree with
him, that the astonishing common features
in rock and cave art all around the world are
to be explained by the fact that we all share
the same neurology, and that in altered
states of consciousness, therefore somehow
we will all have the same experiences.” But
that’s as far as most mainstream academics
will take it, saying that this is merely charac-
teristic imagery of disturbed brain chemistry
and that this is sufficient to explain common
features in ancient art all over the world.
Hancock’s not buying that explanation.
“What they don’t like to do is to ask a lot of
questions about these perceptions that we

today call hallucina-
tions, about what hal-
lucinations really are.
There is a tremen-
dous reductionist
tendency in science,
and this is particu-
larly true with brain
activity, and many
scientists have them-
selves come from a
very materialistic par-
adigm.” Hancock
feels traditional
scholars don’t want
to consider the possi-
bility that all the tes-
timony of all the
world’s religions for
the last 35,000 years
may actually be right,
and that there may
actually be such a
thing as a spirit world
or other dimensions
beyond this
dimension.

Hancock believes
a new scientific model is needed to further
explore the documented phenomenon of al-
tered states of consciousness. In the new re-
search model, where hallucinations are con-
cerned, we don’t regard the brain as a factory
that is manufacturing those impressions. In-
stead we regard the brain as a receiver as we
do with many day-to-day perceptions. And,
as Hancock observes, “Our brains are a few
pounds of jelly. And somehow the light rays
emitted on the eyes are transformed into
conscious understanding and conscious per-
ception and it is very difficult… no scientist
can explain how that’s done. And it’s even
more difficult to tell where the detailed per-
ceptions we call hallucinations are coming
from and what the source of those might
be.” 

If the brain is considered a receiver and
decoder of data transmitted through our
senses, is it possible that the “receive” sensi-
tivity of our brains can be retuned to receive
and perceive separate realities from our

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“normal” existence? If during our regular
waking existence we’re tuned into “channel
normal,” can altering our state of conscious-
ness somehow retune the receiver, thus
changing the channel? This is precisely what
may be happening. According to Hancock,
“Our brains may be hard wired to focus on
daily material reality, but in an altered state
of consciousness, we retune the receiver
wavelength of the brain and we gain gen-
uine access to other realities, to other di-
mensions if you like, which are normally
closed to us and normally outside the
range of our senses, [and] our brain is an
instrument that can receive those impres-
sions only in an altered state of conscious-
ness.” In other words, because we are
physical creatures and must deal with the
laws of physics and we must function in
this physical world, evolution has tuned
our consciousness to focus on what we
think of as everyday reality, but it has also
allowed us a way to access the other levels
of reality as well. And, according to Han-
cock, “I think of it as a secret doorway in-
side our own minds, which most of the
time for most of us is closed, and we
cannot go through it in the normal alert
problem-solving state of consciousness
that is useful for survival in the physical
world. But when plant hallucinogens are
ingested or other techniques are used to
alter consciousness—and all these tech-
niques have been explored and developed
by shamans over countless centuries,
whether it’s rhythmic dancing, whether
it’s drumming, whether it’s fasting,
whether it’s meditation” It’s Hancock’s
thesis that these techniques together with
plant hallucinogens have the capacity to
open this doorway inside our brains and
allow us to project our consciousness
through that doorway into other free-
standing realities, other dimensions that are
real, that do exist, that are outside the ca-
pacity of any instrument that we have
created with our science, and that we cannot
access in our normal state of consciousness.
So, the big question is: Is our brain the
source of consciousness or the vehicle for
consciousness? If it is the vehicle for con-
scious thought and perception, as Hancock’s
model is suggesting, then of course con-
sciousness can survive death, because the
death of the brain is simply the death of the
vehicle carrying our conscious existence, and
not the death of consciousness itself. Perhaps
our consciousness is just one of many signals
our brain receives and interprets. 

Another model Hancock explores in Su-
pernatural is supported by the experience of
Nobel laureate Francis Crick. Crick, who is
credited with co-discovering the double helix
structure of DNA, claimed the image of the
structure came to him after taking LSD. This
model suggests that an archive of common

images and knowledge is imprinted on
human DNA from an outside source, to be
accessed in an altered state or when we’ve
become technically proficient enough to de-
code the archive. This too would explain the
commonality of the images seen in altered
states by people around the world.

Always the intrepid explorer Hancock has
experienced ingesting the ayahuasca brew on
over a dozen occasions under the guidance
of a shaman. He describes the results as spir-
itually transformational, and that they coin-
cidentally cured a lifetime of migraines and
mellowed an uneven temper in the process.

He has also taken from the sessions a more
spiritual view of the world and universe, a
view based on the shamanic experience, not
faith. “Shamans are different. Shamans are
constantly having what can only be called
spiritual experiences. They have those expe-
riences in an alternate state of conscious-
ness. For them, the experiences they have,
the beings they encounter, the deceased an-
cestors they meet, this doesn’t require any
faith at all. This is simply experience; this
happens to them all the time. So, in a way,
they actually don’t have a lot of doubt, not
because they simply, blindly believe in some-
thing that has been taught to them by the
previous generation, but because they are
relying on the evidence of their own direct
personal experience.” 

As for Hancock’s own encounters during
his experience; he puts it this way, “I have
never seen a boa constrictor in real life, but I
immediately started seeing boa constrictors
in my ayahuasca visions, and later I was able
to verify that that was the type of snake that

I was seeing, but it was much larger than it is
in real life, and intelligent.” And the truth
and the message that was brought to him
through these visions were very clear. He
came away with a strong message about the
current state of humanity and the possibility
that changes in human consciousness may be
an essential tool to saving humanity from it-
self. “We are really just reaching the point in
history where the greatest danger to hu-
manity is humanity itself.” And it would ap-
pear saving ourselves will no doubt require a
change in human consciousness; Hancock
goes on, “Maybe that change in conscious-

ness is just bubbling under the surface. I
do think something that touched me
deeply in the contact I have had with sha-
mans is their sense that they need to help
us in the north and in the rich industrial-
ized countries. They have diagnosed our
sickness very well. They understand that
we in the industrial and technological
countries have lost our connection to
spirit; that if we wish to recover our hu-
manity and stop destroying one another
and destroying this beautiful planet on
which we live, we need to reconnect to the
world of spirit, and the ancient shamanic
planes are the surest, most certain way of
doing that.” Maybe dreams, maybe visions,
maybe the experiences that we can only
have in altered states of consciousness are
the most important parts of our selves.
Maybe we need to cherish and nourish
those experiences and maybe we are
missing out on the next step in our evolu-
tion by creating a society that does not
wish us to explore our own consciousness.

Do psychoactive chemicals and the
shamanic experience hold the key to a se-
cret doorway to other dimensions or to a
hidden archive of images and knowledge
encoded in our DNA we’re intended to ac-
cess? Hancock’s most recent work opens
more doors and asks more questions than
can be adequately addressed in this article.
The surface has only been scratched and,
without question, his cautionary vision de-

mands further exploration. He reminds us,
“If I am not sovereign over my own con-
sciousness, then I am not sovereign over any-
thing and I live in a society where others,
outside myself, presently have the right
under law to tell me what I may and may not
experience in my own consciousness. This is
an extraordinary invasion of privacy and sove-
reignty, and it is at the root of many of the
terrible things that are happening in the
world today.”

 Hundreds of years ago Western civiliza-
tion sent out religious missionaries to “save”
the savages in the wilderness. Perhaps it is
the ultimate irony that today these “savages”
see it as their mission to now save us,
modern man, lost in the wilderness of a ma-
terial and technological society that discon-
nects us from the one path that may lead us
to our own true salvation.

charged elements in the earth and atmos-
phere were brought together and ritually
married. The product of their union was a
spirit that blessed and sanctified the people
of Israel.”

Michell’s observation rings true. The
Temple is an instrument of mystical and
priestly science or even magic. The secret
unravels before our eyes the more we learn.
You see the true Gnostic, the true disciple or
perfect one, must be a man or woman of bal-
ance. He or she must unite the two sides of
the mind, the male and female principles as
they are called. We are all both male and fe-
male and the alchemists used this concept of
balance and revealed it in their images of the
Hermaphrodite, half man and half woman.  

I conclude that Solomon was not an ac-
tual historical man, and Sheba was not a real
woman. They were, instead, symbols of this
internal and often external process. Like
other allegories, the whole story of Solomon,
Sheba and the Temple, which is the perfectly
formed body, both physical and spiritual, is
the story of our own psyche. The truth is es-
oteric, misunderstood in its exoteric form.

Hiram
Hiram was the son of a Jewish mother

and a Phoenician father and is credited with
the decoration of the Temple of Solomon.
He was said to have been the “son of a
widow of the tribe of Naphtali… He cast two
bronze pillars” 1 Kings 7:13-15. 

We must also note something of interest
mentioned in 1 Kings 16:

“Then he made two capitals of cast
bronze, to set on top of the pillars. The
height of one capital was 5 cubits; and the
height of the other capital was five cubits.
He made a lattice network, with wreaths of
chainwork, for the capitals which were on
top of the pillars: seven chains for one cap-
ital and seven for the other capital.”

These pillars became known as Jachin,
meaning “he establishes” and Boaz, which
means “in him is strength” and these are
now familiar to most modern Freemasons as
central to their own Lodge or Temple.
Copies of these can be clearly seen at the in-
famous Rosslyn Chapel. 

But, what is interesting here is the orig-
inal text about these pillars. Firstly bronze is
used for the capitals, just as bronze is used
for the “Brazen Serpent” of Moses and is in-
dicative of the fiery aspect of the serpent as
one of the channels in the Kundalini pro-
cess. Their “heights” were 5 cubits,
matching the five hooded cobras seen across
India and atop many pillars, although the
Bible calls them Lilies, which are symbols of
balance anyway. 

Leading up to these capitals then were
“wreaths” of “chainwork,” seven on each
pillar. Strangely these chains were “for the
capitals,” and so we conclude that these

seven levelled chains (coils) were pointing
towards the head (capital) just as the ser-
pents of the Kundalini do. 

There are more real links between Hiram
and the serpent. For instance, we noted
above that he was of the Tribe of Naphtali.
The standard of the Tribe of Naphtali, ac-
cording to Jewish tradition, is a serpent or
basilisk and this could have come from Egyp-
tian origins, as Jewish tradition states that
Naphtali was the brother of Joseph, chosen
to represent the family to Pharaoh. 

“And now I have sent a skilful man, en-
dowed with understanding, Huram [Hiram]
my master [father] craftsman, (the son of a
woman of the daughters of Dan, and his fa-
ther was a man of Tyre), skilled to work in
gold and silver, bronze and
iron, stone and wood, purple
and blue, fine linen and
crimson, and to make any
engraving and to accom-
plish any plan which may be
given to him, with your
skilful men and with the
skilful men of my lord David
your father.” 2 Chronicles
2:13-14.

Here, Hiram is said to be
a son of the Tribe of Dan,
and even the tribe of Dan
had an emblem, which was
amazingly also the serpent,
this time with a horse. 

Incredibly there is also a
hidden truth and repetitive
pattern in this little state-
ment about the real skills of
this literary character.
Follow this pattern: 

Hiram is skilled in:-
1 gold and silver, 
2 bronze and iron, 
3 stone and wood, 
4 purple and blue, 
5 fine linen and crimson, 
6 and to make any engraving 
7 and to accomplish any plan which may

be given to him.
Note that there are seven ‘balanced’ ele-

ments to the skill of the man who will build
the Temple! This is a real clue to the
Temple’s secret indeed. 

According to this book of Chronicles
Hiram was a cunning man (a word used for
the serpent) endued with understanding,
skilful as we can see in the work of gold,
silver, brass, stone and timber. But he was
also credited with certain tools, which could
pierce stone. Stone, as I argue in my book
Gnosis, is symbolic of wisdom and founda-
tion. Hiram’s tool therefore pierced the veil
or even the very root of wisdom. 

According to the book of Kings the
Temple was built of stone (or wisdom) before
it was brought to the site. Something like a
prefabricated building. It was said by tradi-
tion that neither hammer nor axe, nor any
tool of iron was used in the building. So how
was it built? This in itself is a paradox, which
can only be answered by the true secret of
the Temple being revealed. 

According to Rabbinical teaching the pre-
fabrication of the Temple was performed by
the Shamir, a giant worm or serpent that
could cut stones (incidentally worm means
serpent). Not dissimilar to Norse and Celtic
beliefs where Valhalla and Camelot were built
with the fire of the dragon, and in China
where building is aided by the serpent en-
ergy. 

This is a universal concept as can be seen
in India, where it was the serpentine-linked
Nagas of fable who escaped their country and
took the architectural wisdom abroad. The
architect gods, such as Thoth of Egypt, are
linked strongly with the serpent wisdom be-
cause they are linked with the building of
“Temples of Wisdom” inside our SELVES. 

The Shamir, according to one legend, had
even been placed in the hands of the Prince
of the Sea (Shamir by Wilhelm Bacher &
Ludwig Blau), which of course is symbolic of
the Prince of Wisdom. 

In essence what we really have here is the
Temple of Wisdom being built by the serpent
and that serpent is none other than that of,
or similar to, the internal Kundalini, later to
be developed into the Kabbalah. This is a psy-
chological training manual; a method of self-
improvement, a way for society to become
one; a multilayered method of getting closer
to the deity which resides in each and eve-
ryone of us; a deity, that the ancients saw as
being the same in each of us. 

The whole process repeats again and
again throughout the Bible. The Temple is
reduced (like the alchemical method) and is
remade. Then again and again, until finally
the Christ is the Temple which is reduced
(killed) and then rises again for the last time.
And now, according to the texts, we can all
meet with this Christ and we can all have the
knowledge. We just need to understand that
the true Christ is all and in all...But this
wasn’t the end of the story...

tivals every year and people were held under
a kind of enchantment where the mind was
held under one influence. Music is by far the
most powerful means for therapy. Certainly
the music—and the other art forms too—we
see now threatens chaos in society. It’s a
vessel that not only reflects what happens
but actually determines what will happen. As
to what will come about, I have no idea. I
think more and more it’s in the hands of God
and that there is now working out an al-
chemical process and that changes come
about through nature—through the natural
process of cause and effect. Things are
chaotic and we have a reaction and a
yearning for a source of order—there’s quest
for that and an invocation of that, and then
there follows a revelation.”

Can the hoped-for change come without
cataclysm? “Every man-made thing, every

created thing comes to an end sooner or
later,” he says. “It’s as inevitable as to-
morrow’s sunrise that all these fruits shall
have lain down. That which is artificial does
not last long. Look at the fall of Commu-
nism. It seemed so assured, so completely in
control, and it vanished practically overnght.
destroyed by its own inherent contradictions.
People just couldn’t stand it any more. It’s so
like the description of the fall of Babylon (in
St. John’s Revelation). One day it’s going
with all its wealth, parading its splendor, and
the next day it’s as if it never had been. There
is no doubt that all the institutions we know
will collapse. As to how orderly this process
will be? The further we go into megalomania
and dependence on artificial systems the
more drastic will be the reaction.”

Michell sees a clear parallel between the

destruction of Babylon described in the Book
of Revelation and Plato’s description of the
fall of Atlantis and he believes the story is a
warning about the danger in certain or-
dering. “Plato made it very clear he’s de-
scribing a geometrical pattern, the ground
plan of Atlantis, which is actually not ade-
quate—like a man-made thing—based on
the number 10, where his ideal city was
based on the number 12. He saw in Atlantis
the mortal element prevailed and it
collapsed...

“It is about an error in the foundation
law, which became more and more exagger-
ated and eventually led to the downfall of the
whole thing. Life is bringing us through this
process of revelation what was not even con-
ceivable 100 years ago or less—the idea of
there being a cosmological pattern express-
ible numerically, geometrically, beautifully
which is the best possible reflection of the
cosmos. That process establishes perfect pat-
terns in one’s own mind and then later on
becomes the pattern for society. Then of
course again over many generations what
began as a revelation becomes the iron law

and becomes unjust
and leads to that pro-
cess whereby the ideal
turns into Babylon and
is fit for destruction.
The best possible cos-
mological pattern
which is kept up in the
institutes of society
will enable the society
to last for a very long
time but no material
thing lasts forever.
Eventually it turns
into dust.”

But the good news,
says Michell, is human
nature will always out-
live any system of tyr-
anny imposed upon it,
and like the phoenix
will rise again.

Today, he believes,
we are living like bats
in the ruins of a
haunted house among
the relics and ruins of
the past, not just phys-

ically but mentally, caught in outmoded
forms of thought. If one is going to free one-
self from the age-old spells, he feels one must
challenge the dominant myths as he once did
with the most dominant theory of biology,
evolution. “It’s not exactly that they are
wrong,” he explains, “it’s that they are partial
and arbitrary. That’s the way they teach in
school and cottage. You have to challenge
them to get anywhere near adjusting your
mind to the reality of things. If you take to
heart anyone’s scientific explanation, you
will have an uneasy life. For as you know, the
theories which are portrayed as certainties
are always changing. If you believe what they
tell you in school now, by the time you get to
be my age you’ll be very old-fashioned
indeed.”
