After Ta-Mo died, his followers left Shao-Lin and boxing was abandoned
until several hundred years later when Joy-Yuang (% i E A ), a master monk
who was proficient in boxing and fencing, began to teach at the temple. He
leamned of the eighteen Buddha's hands and decided to improve the system by
adding his own skills. Thus, Shao-Lin Chuan was developed into seventy-two
hands and eamed a better reputation. One of the many followers it attracted
was Chang San-Feng, who stayed at the temple for about ten years and mastered

all the Shao-Lin exercises.

The treasures of the Shao-Lin Temple were called the five Chuans ( 7 £¢2).
Each Chuan was named for the animal best exemplifying its attributes. The
Chuans originally had only six postures each. At the present time, however,
each Chuan has over one hundred postures. Having mastered these five Chuans,
a player can develop many variations. The original Chuans are: |. Dragon
Chuan—training attention and spirit; emphasizing lightness, stillness and change.
2. Tiger Cﬁum—mengthening the bones, emphasizing Jumping up and down.
3. Leopard Chuan—practicing the application of fom:;emphuizingjumymg and
fighting. 4. Snake Chuan—practicing inner breathing, prolonging the body;
becnrnj.ng very sensitive and active. 5. Crane Chum—mimns concentration,
stability, accuracy and determination to defeat the opponent.

All the styles, names and clans of Chinese martial arts are generated from
Shzo-Lin Chuan, the prototypical Chinese martial art. However, Tai-Chi Chuan

When the Yuan Dynasty ended in 1368 and the Ming Dynasty ( 8] g1 368-1654)
began, Chang San-Feng was afraid of being needed by the royal family since he
was a well-known immortal Taolst and so pretended to be mad. Thereby, he
