- NOTES ON THE DIVINE NAME "IESHOUAH" : - Iod=He-SHIN-Vau-He.

The following notes concern a very ancient Divine Name called at
times the Pentagrammic Name which was well known to the Kabalists, espe-
cially Christian Kaballsts, as well as to the Doctors of the original
Christian Church.

*

The letter SHIN : Hebrew Kabalists knew this letter Shin as one
of the three mother=letters (with Aleph and Mem) and that it signified
the FIRE. St.Jerome in his "Mystic Interpretation of the Alphabet" de-
fined this letter Shin as the symbol of the Vivifying WORD. Much later,
Papus tells us *) +that this letter Shin, inverted, in the Flamboyant
Star (the Pentagram) with its point up, represents to the Rosicrucian
Initiate the Incarnatlon of the Divine Word in the Hnman Nature.

Dr. Re.Allandy, in his work on the symbolism of numbers,; adds this
to what Papus had already said : "... the addition of SHIN to the sacred
Tetragrem (I.H.V.H.) marks the passage of the Quaternary into the Qui-
nary for the formation of the living Creature. Jesus, the Word made flesh,
kabalistically represents all Creatures, but partlcularly MAN, as Man is
the most evolved of all creatures «.." ,

Having been'taught, and which is in accordance with the general
Christian tradition, that the entire Nature had fallen with Adam as a
result of his own Fall, we can easily understand how in effect this same
Nature can evolve, with Man, back to its original state, starting with
-the Redemptlon of Man by the Word. - .

Henry Cornelius Agrippa tells us in hls famous “Occult Philosophy"
'ee. during the time of the Law, the Ineffable Name of God was composed
of four letters : IOD-HE-VAU-HE, in place of which and out of respect,
the Hebrew simply read ADONAI (the Lord) and which is composed of :
Aleph~Daleth-Nun=Iod. During the time of the Grace, the Name of God be-
comes the Effable Pentagram : IOD-HE=-SHIN~VAU-HE. which, by a mystery
. ‘which is no less great,: is invoked also under the Neme of Three Letters. :
' I0D-SHIN-VAU ool P P! :

Let us note that the Name of Flve Letters is IESHOUAH, while
that of Three Letters . is' - ISHOUH. . .

In his. recapltulatlng table, ‘The Ladder of the Quinary , this
famous occultist shows us that IESHOUAH ' is'a synonym of ELOHIM =
(Aleph—Lamed—Fe«Iod Mem), and also of ELIQN (AylnnLamed—Iod-Vau*Nun),

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and that these two Divine Names deal with the Archétypal World.

Shortly after Agrippa, Heinrich Khunrath in his famous work
"Amphitheatre of Eternal Wisdom" (Henau,1609), placed the Divine Name
of Five Letters - IESHOUAH - in the centre of the fifth plate repre-
senting Christ on the Cross* , and on the twelfth and the last plate
called the Pentacle of Khunrath(see page 6 of this issue for its drawing).

Louis-Claude de Saint-Martin expresses very precisely his thoughts
on this Name in one of his letters***

",.. when the Christ came, He made the pronunciation of this word
still more central and interior, since the Great Name expressed by
those four letters was the quaternary explosion, or the crucial
sign of all life; whereas Jesus Christ, by exalting the Hebrew
SHIN, or the letter 'S', united the holy ternary itself to the
great quaternary name of which three is the principle. Now, if,

in the ancient ordinations, the quaternion had to have its

own source in us, with much greater reason should the name of
Christ take from Himself alone its whole efficacy and light ..."
f... No doubt, a great virtue is attached to this true pronunci-
ation whether central or oral, of that Great Name, and that of
Jesus Christ, which is as its flower. The vibration of our ele-
mentary air is a very secondary thing in the process by which these
names make sensible what was not so béfore. Their virtue is to

do to~day, and at all times, what they did at the beginning, in
creating all things; and, as they made all things before the air
existed, no doubt they are still higher than the air when they
perform the same functions now; and it is no more impossible for
this divine word to make itself audible, even to one who is deaf
and in a place the most deprived of air, than it is difficult for
spiritual light to make itself visible to our physical eyes, even
though we be blind, and shut up in the darkest dungeon..."

It is noticeable that all great names of the Kabala of the
16-th, 17-th and 19-th centuries knew the profound value of the Penta-
grammic Name. Sedir, in his "History and Doctrines of the Rose-Croix",
quotes a disciple of the Rose~Croix, Wilhelm Menens of Antwerp, who :

"... says in his Aureum Vellus about the great force which is
hidden in the Name - I.H.S.V.H. ..."
which is, evidently, ' IOD~HE~SHIN-VAU-HE.

It should be noted that IESHOUAH (Jesus in Hebrew), has the
same phonetic pronunciation as IESHOUAH (Joshua in Hebrew), although
the latter is spelled.. Iod-Shin-VauwAyin. - Moreover, an identical word
but spelled Iod-Shin-Vau-Ayin-He, signifies in Hebrew welfare, help,
assistance, dellverance salvatlon, victory. (Ex.14.13,J0b30.15, Is.26.1).

All this points to the fact that all Christian Kaballsts have

known and utilised the profound mystery enclosed in the Divine Name *

IESHOUAH. It is by the virtue of all this that MARTINISM of TRADITION
made from it its mysterious "WORD", and it imprints Martinist prayers
with a true esoteric character and with an indelible possibility.

To know that the Kabalists of the calibre of Pic de Mirandola
and Reuchlin worked on the mystery of the Pentagrammic Name, is enough
to dismiss some malicious and/or curious end misinformed critics.
Finding among students of the Mystery of Divine Name =~ names like
A.Kircher with his 'Oedipus Aegyptiacus' (Rome,1653), or that of
Archangelo de Borgonovo, we see that Martinists of Tradition using
the Divine Neme ~ IESHOUAH - are in very good company.

To use a metaphor, just like the Angel separated the Israelites
from the Egyptians at the time of the symbolic crossing of the Red Sea,
so also the letter SHIN separates, into two parts, the four letters
of the initial Tetragram I.H.V.H., expressing the Living God, God of
the World, the Manifested God; the two numerical values thus obtained
are very significant.

Yet, how more significant is this insertion of SHIN, the mother-
letter designating the FIRE, into the centre of the Tetragram, when
.one recalls the words from the Gospel s

"I am the Bread and T am the Life ...
I came to put the Fire ‘into the bosom of thlngs ool

Lastly, it is undeniable that this Divine Name unites all
Martinists dispersed all over the world, regardless of their reli-
gious or philosophical beliefs, and as such, it is thus a factor

of unity.

Islem reveres the ‘'Lord Jesus' as the prophet. 'SIDNA ISSA'
and the Koran tells us that : ' ’

"... there are only two beings, Jesus and his Mbther, whom the
wings of Satan have not- touched at all .01

and comments further :

"... an Angel said to Mary : God announces to you His Word.
His Name shall be Jesus, the M9581ah, son of Mary, great in this

- world as well as in the other, and a Confidant of God..." (Koran IV.40)
+s.0o and God said to Jesus : I shall send death unto thee and shall
raise thee to Me. Thou shalt be separated from the infidels and
those who follow thee shall be raised above the infidels, until
the Day of the Judgement ..." (IV.48).

Modern Hinduism, in. its Order of Ramskrishna, knows a medita-
tion on the 'Lord Jesus' on the same level as those on Krishna and Shiva*.

The Buddhists cen find in Him one of the Bodhisattvas, very likely that
of Avalokitégvara, ie: - of Mercy.

The theosophists on the other hand see there the Logos of our
solar system, and finally, the Kabalists see there one of the Names of
the Messiah.

It is not without reason that the rationalistic, or rather
atheistic magism ignores, no doubt deliberately, the all-powerful
Name of the Repairer, as called by the Martinist Tradition of the
eighteenth century. However, let us not forget that this current gathers
in its folds, very often, what could be termed the luciferian elements
of occultism = in this light all is easily understood.

a) Preliminaries.

1. Alimentary Regimen :

Reasonable moderation should be observed during the day of the
Operation; it will be advantageous to have light meals and to drink
pure water only. It is recommended that the Operator abstain wholly,
if possible, from smoking and drinking excitants such as coffee, etc
during the whole day.

2. Sexual Regimen :

It is quite evident that any excess should be totally prohib=
ited during the days preceding the Operation. The number of days will
depend upon the age and temperament; however, the Operator should not
have any sexual relationship for at least 24 hours prior to the Oper=-
ation. If the Operator is a woman, she should never operate during
the period of her menstrual ”impurity .

5e Place for the Operation :

A room used exclusively for study, meditation end prayer is
ideally suited for this purpose.A description of this type of Orato-
ry can be found in specialized works on theurgy, practical kabala or
ceremonial magic. Generally, one should operate in a room psychically
appropriate, but if such room is not available, then a study or recep-
tion room, a‘dining'room or, as the last resort, a studio, will do.

The chosen room should be well ventilated several hours in
advence and its temperature kept between 64 to 68 degrees (F). In
case where a dining room is used, it is necessary to close it for at
least 12 hours before the Operation and, after having it well venti-
lated, a small quantity of incense should be burned to purify it.

Once the room is closed, it is absolutely necessary to forbid
entry into it to any woman during her menstrual "impurity".

4, ClothingLi

' The best, of course, is to ‘wear an' Alb made of white linen as’
it is - a traditional vestment.-A-red,-silk-or-cotton cordelier is worn,
long ehough to make two turnsjaround the walst and to hang over the left
leg in two Pringes. The fringes;, éach no more than 24 inches long,




should end, each, with a tassel made of the same material ie.: cotton
or silk. Such Albs and cordeliers cen be obtained from the choral and
church supplies firms, but of course, they can be self-made as well,

Cotton sheeting may be substituted as material for the Alb if linen

is not available. The length of the Alb should extend to approximate-
ly four fingers from the floor.

Sandals made from raffla should be worn in summer while woollen
. socks with an interior 1nsulat1ng sole made of cork or rubber, in wine

The head must be left uncovered and all metalllc ob;ects like
rings, watches, keys, etc, removed prior to the Operation. (No- gloves .
should be worn).

An Operator who performs the thual in his ordlnary clo‘t,hing
-should know that he deprives himself of an important portion of his
efficacy on the immediate 'plenes!, and that he is exposing himself
to the penetration of certain psychic currents which can take away
from him a part: of‘ his own splrltual powers. A

The Operator olothed in an Alb or’ not, will wear a bandol;eriv

5. Operational Cloth :

The Operational Cloth is made from a piece of crimsom red
cloth, linen or silk, approximately 25 square inches .- which is ac-
- cording to the dimensions of the pyramid cubit, the sacred cubit of
the Egyptians, which served as a unit of measure since the construc-.
tion of the Temple of Solomon * S

~_ The traditional Martinist Pantacle, of approximately 85L in.
in diameter should be embr01dered, painted or ~otherwise adorned in
lace, in black and white, in the centre of this cloth. It will  be
perfectly satisfactory and as effloient, to place as a substitute
the metal Jewel of the Order on the right side of the COentral Lumin-
ary, if the ‘Pantacle cannot be embr01dered, etc. -

The Pantacle should be embroidered ‘in red and white 1f tho
AOperatlonal Cloth is made of whlte linen or. 31lk.

The Operational Cloth should be- hemmed plainly, w1thout any
trlmmlngs like a frlnge, lace, etc.

6.  Accessories :

A metal candlestick of proper height will be required to hold
the Central Luminary end will be placed, at the proper time, in the
centre of the Pantacle. Another candlestick, a smaller one, will also
be required, to hold the,ordinary Candle - used to light the Central.

* Approx. 25 1nches 1s 635 mm and 1t is very curlous to note that
this is, approx., the length of the golden section of the metor,
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Luminary.

The candles should be made of pure beeswax, or of so ‘called
liturgical wax (30% pure beeswax), and can be obtained from special-
ized stores.

A bronze or copper Censer, or better, an earthenware cassolette,
will also be required, and will be furnished with live coals at the
proper time. The self burning charcoal for that purpose can be obtained
from the same stores as the candles.

The incense must be pure OLIBANUM (frankincense), called male
incense, in its original weeping tear drops and should be kept in a
metal box or in the classic incense boat. The use of any other incense
like that prepared for the churches etc, pulverzsed and compounded from
different resins, is interdicted.

The Poniard (or a sword) should have a hilt made in the form of
a cross and a flat double edged and pointed blade either straight or
flamboyant. The ornaments on the handle, hilt, or on the pommel, should
display either the Martinist Pantacle, or the symbols of the Temple of
Solomon (the so-called "Masonic type" ornaments). It is preferable that
the handle itself be inlaid with wood or horn,or if it is entirely made
of metal - that it be covered with an 1solat1ng binding of wool or silk
braid.-

The Alter will be set up on a wooden table facing the true Orient.
It will be covered with the Operational Cloth with its Pantacle proper—
ly oriented. The censer will be placed on the Altar to the right of the
Pantacle ie.: to the left of the Operator, and the Poniard, pointing to-
wards the Orient, to the right of the Operator ie.: on the left side of
the Pantacle; in the centre of the Pantacle = the Central Luminary. The
‘ordinary' Candle will be placed to the right of the Operator, and before
him -« the Ritual.

7. The Posture :

The Operator works standing erect. During his Orisons he should
keep, if he can, his hands open and slightly cupped facing the sky with
his elbows pressed against the body. He will read from the Ritual placed
in front of him. He may hold the Ritual in his right hand and the candle-
stick with the ordinary candle in his left hand, if the space is restrice
ted.

8. The Luminary :

All profene light, particularly electric lamps, must be extin-
guished beforehand. There must be no more than the two luminaries as
set in the Ritual : the 'Central' and the 'ordinary', as there is an
occult law which stipulates that a third 'llght‘ is brought about when-
ever two llghts are already present. )

9. 'Genefhlitiéé“:

The Operator should keep his alb and cordelier in an absolute
state of cleanliness and they must not be kept with any dirty linen
except for washing. ALL ritualistic accessories should be kept under
lock and key, out of reach of the profane, to be protected from any
defilement. It is suggested that a small, new suitcase be prov1ded

especially for that purpose.

It will be of advantage to operate standing on a woollen rug
however small it may be.

The Operator should know that the contents of this Ritual come
from old texts of the traditional Martinism of the 18th century or
from the ritualistic texts of ceremonials even more ancient, and as
such, they have been already 'vitalized' by usage. Those coming from
the so-called original Martinism as is the case of the majority of
the Orisons, have as their author, MARTINEZ PASQUALEZ, himself.

10. Time for the Operations :

Since Easter, commemorating in a yearly cycle the Resurrection
of Christ and His victory over death, is an image of the Reintegration
and Resurrection of the Whole Humenity, it is advantageous to operate
choosing a monthly cycle which would reverberate, in the Invisible,
this solemn commemoration by a sort of a psychic and spiritual echo.

This is the reason why the monthly periods for this General
Operatlon have been fixed for the Sunday following each full moon.
(Easter takes place on Sunday following the full moon of the Vernal
~ Equinoxes. ) .

The hour has been set : from 1l p.m. until midnight, standard

~ time. This time has been chosen because the traffic and outside noise
level starts then to subside. Local time should be taken into account
as it is often advanced from the standard time. In such cases the time
for the Operation should be properly compensated. :

11. The Sacramentary and the Ritual :

The Orisons and Prayers of consecration are tradltional formu=
lae at least many centuries old and as such they are in principle,
strongly imbued with virtue by their long usage.

The Rituel has been dellberately simplified, but it draws, never-

theless, inspiration from a fundamentally tradltional basis and is of a -
definite efficiency. ‘ £

12. The TAU's4traced during the.OriSOns ;

The sign + or rather X has been the cursive Hebrew Tau used
well before, and after, the beginnlng of our era (see Jean Danielou's
"Les Symboles Chrétiens Primitifs", Paris 1961). It was the 'Sign of
the Elect' of the 0ld Testament, even before it was mentioned in the
Revelation of St.John (the Apocalypse) and also well prior to its
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adoption by the Christians as a sign reCalllng ‘the: Passion of Christ.
For example we read in Ezekiel that it was supposéd to have been traced
upon the foreheads of the Elect by the Angel of Yaveh.

The ancient Egyptians, the Eleusinian mysteries and those of Dio-
nysos, the Gnostics, all had known and used this TAU. .for the same - .
reason as Ancient Israel and her Kabalists = thus it can be used
by Initiates of any religious or philosophical appurtenance.

It used to be traced in 0il of .Unction upon the forehead of the
High Priest of Israel at the moment of his consecration. Lastly, it is
a 'Sign of Salvation' for Ohristians of all denominations, a sign which
makes the Daemons flee and disperse. It is a reminder of the triumph of
Ghrlst over death.

During the flrst centurles the Ohrlstlans in North Africa used,
to have it painted and tattooed on.their foreheads. It was also a short,
version of the Divine Tetrdgram and the mediaseval Rabbis endeavoured.
to visualize it, flamboyant, upon-their foreheads in a sort of 1nter10r
v1810n, when thrown 1nto the flames of the stakes.-

The Operator w111 restrlct hlmself to trace 1t upon his forehead,
each time, with his right thumb. He could as well, according to another
formula, trace it in front: of hlmself with the flame of the Ordlnary
Candle (which it represents inthis thual), either moving the candle
upwards, or downwards along the vertical line of this letter Tau.
Actually, it. consists of tracing in space, a figure four (4), four
proper;or’ inverted. . Martlnlsm of. Tradition. knows well the importance
of this glyph - the four proper symbolizes RESURRECTION. and  the four.
inverted INCARNATION. -

"0 Almighty God, Eternal Creator and Preserver of all Beings,
here we pray to Thee and beseech Thee for all fallen and debased Spir-
its contained in the bosom of the Animal Kingdom in consequence of our
own Fall. Deign, O Lord of Mercy, to grant finally all these Souls as
well as all those of other Kingdoms the liberation and the return to
the Initial Pleroma, by integrating them into the bosom of the Archetype.

"By IESHOUAH, Our Lord, Amen (+).

Operator meditates for awhile and then prays that the Demoniacal Spirits
be chased away from the Earth : :

"0 Almighty and Eternal God, Creator and Protector of the Human
Race, Thou who hast made the First Man and in him all the Preexistent
Souls to Thine Image and Resemblance, deign, O Lord, to consider Thy
servant fallen into the traps of the Serpent. This ancient Adversary
of the Earth shrouds its Soul with the horrors of fright or benumbs
its spiritual and reasonable faculties. Thus destroy, 0 Lord Almighty,
this Diabolical Power, upset the perfidious snares by chasing away the
Initial Tempter, his Angels and his Ministers, far away from our Uni-
verse. O Almighty God, may Thy Servants be defended and protected in
their Souls and Bodies by this Sign of Salvation traced upon thelr

foreheads.

Here Operator makes the sign of TAU upon his forehead
with his index, middle finger and thumb joined together,

" a cross : -+ or X , the cursive signs of the Hebrew TAU
from the first centuries of our era as well as before.
He then continues to pray :

"0 Lord, Thou who hast arranged the ministry of‘Angels and Men
in an admirable order for this, cause, O Lord of Mercy, that our ter-
restrial life be protected by those who serve Thee in Heaven.

"By IESHOUAH, Our Lord, Amen (+).

‘Operator meditates\awhile and then prays for the Salvation of the
~Prevaricated Spirits :

"0 God Almighty, the Eternal Rewarder, we beseech and implore
of Thee, not Thy Justice but Thy Mercy for all Spirits who have pre-
varicated at the Beginning. Make, O Lord of Mercy, a ray of Thine
Divine Light finally awake in their essence a sorrowful and sincere
repentance of this inexpiable crime.: May they return forever into
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their principle* on the Day of the last Sabbath, destroyed in their
accident* but saved at lesst in their substance*, and may they thus, -
O God Eternal, just and powerful, proclaim finally Thy Glory in a
world without end.

"By IESHOUAH, Our Lord, Amen ().

Operator recites now Psalm 68 which the Sons of Israel intoned * at the
moment of combat, when the Ark was being lifted and put on the shoulders
of the Levites. It'applies here to the‘Daemons s

" "Let God arise, let h1s enemies be scattered
let them also that hate him flee before him.
As smoke is driven away, so drive them away,
as wax melteth before the fire, :
so let the wicked perish at the presence of God.
But let the righteous be glad; let him regoice before God
- yea, let them exceedingly rejoice.

Operator now dismisses the Celestial Spirits whlch he has invoked
during his Operation :

""Celestial Spirits who assisted us, we thank you. May there be
always Peace of God between you and us.

Operator now takes the Poniard (or the Sword) and knocks with it,
successively, all four corners of the room tracing there with dise
tinct knocks of the blade, & Greek Oross (4 ). Doing this he
says at each corner :

"May any Splrlt who does not proclaim the Glory of God fly
away by this Sign.

"It is to Martinez de Pasquelly that I owe my
introduction to the higher truths." :

"I will not withhold from you that in the school
through which I passed, more than twenty years
ago, communications of all kinds were numerous
and frequent,every sign being indicative of the »
presence of the Repairer. Now, you know that

the Repairer end the active Cause are one."

"I am even inclined to think that he had the
active keys to all that our dear Boehme exposes
in his theories, but that he did not think we
were able to bear such high truths ...

e+l am persuaded that we should have arrived at
them at last, if we had kept him longer."

These are the words pronounced by Louls«Claude de Saint-Martin,
le Philosophe Inconnu, about his master Don Martinez de Pasqually.

At the very beginning we must point out that the similarity of
names, MARTINEZ sand Saint-~MARTIN, has led to much confusion concern-
ing whose followers were, and still are, MARTINISTS. Papus invented a
neologism "Martinezism" to denote, more clearly, the followers of Mar-
tinez Pasquallis, but in truth, the followers of Martinez as well as
those of de Saint~Martin are ALL MARTINISTS. They share the same
doetrinal belief in the divine origin of man, his fall, end have the
same goal ; the regaining of the Lost Estate, the individual and col-
lective redemption, called by the Martinists REINTEGRATION. The meth-
ods differ as the followers of Martinez Pasquales practice the method
of ACTION THROUGH PRAYER AND OPERATION, of evocations and theurgie
practices, whereas the disciples of Louisw(Claude de Saint«Martin prac~
tise "the Wey of Heart", a method of ACTION THROUGH PRAYER, that of
inner guidance. Here I wish to stress that NONE of the present eso-
teric currents, except Martinism, have any roocts in the Doctrine of
Reintegration.

What kind of man was Martinez ?

As were all men like him, he was the subject of much eontro -
versy. He was the least known and yet the most mysterious among the
enigmatic personalities who moved and astonished Europe at the end of
the eighteenth century.

Sire Jaques Delivon Joacin de la Tour de la Case, otherwise
don Martinez de Pasqually, who called himself "one of the seven
principal Chiefs of the twelve Tribes of Israel", is the founder and
the Chief of the Order of the True Knights Masons Elus-Cohen of the
Universe, an occult and mystic Order of the most guarded and greatest
secrets. This Order has sroused, even in our times, the greatest ine
terest of men enamoured with esoteric philosophy.

Martinez Pasqualez had been revered by his\disciples as a
Master who possessed a marvelous knowledge and was endowed with exw
ceptional transcendental powers. In his treatise on mysticism, written
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in a primitive language and style, he rather veiled more than unfold-
ed an abstruse and obscure doetrine which was as profound as sublime.

Actually, very little is known about his busy, stormy end trag- -
ic life, esbout his voyages, his principal masonic works and only a
few dates are known about his private life. Moreover, practically :
- nothing is known about his birth, race, or nationality. Even his true -
name remains unknown and for that reason I am using different trans-
eriptions of his name : Pasquallis, Pascuallis, Pasqualez, de Pasqually.

There is no known descrip-
tion of Martinez Pasquales and the
print we are here reproducing is,
to our best knowledge, the only
known portrait of him. It comes
from "an old French periodical
source" and is presumably spuri-
ous. A.E.Waite in his work "The
Secret Tradition in Freemasonry"
stated that this print "is ex-
ceedingly bad as a print" but un-
fortunately "here is nothing
else'.

To add, the greatest ob-
scurity covers the first forty (7)
or fifty (%) years of his life,
after which he suddenly revealed
L himself to begin his apostolic
- RS DR pasQiLLY work, his career of a mystagogue,
and his mission of the Initiator.

Although there are many claims, there are no direct data cone
cerning the sources from which he drew his immense and doetrinal work,
and nobody has any reliable information about the people or groups
which, thanks to their knowledge and doctrines, could have influenced
his spiritual evolution.

A.E.Waite, that scholarly investigator, in his "The Secret
Tradition in Freemssonry" mentioned above, wrote :
*... He (Martinez) makes reference to certain teachers, from whom
he learned on his own part. He describes them as faithful friends,
cherished by truth and protected by wisdom. He says indeed that
his explanations are made with the same clearness with which they
were dictated to him by the truth of wisdom. That which was com-
municated on his part had been received therefore from an anterior
source, but, as there is no further intimation concerning it, we
must determine for ourselves on the general grounds of likelihood
whether his instructors were living custodians of a secret tradi-
tion or whether he received teachings through his astral practices'.

Robert Ambelain in his book "Le Martinisme" says that, general-
ly, the direct source of Martinez de Pasqually's doctrine was "of the
very orthodox JewishwChristian background, interpreted and commented
upon with the help of thevtraditions,issued,directly~from Sepher-ha=

Zohar end all the keys of the Jewish esotericism (Kabala)".

It was he who gave his name to what we call MARTINISM , with

~ his direct or indirect disciples appearing in all corners of the world

during the past two centuries. Yet he, himself, stays in an impenetra-

ble shadow of contradictions, uncertainties, incongruities, where prode
igies of an unheard of will are mixed with incomprehensible moral weak-
nesses, astonishing successes with undeserved bitterness.

The figure of Martinez himself, passed through the history of
occultism M"like a short vision of a faint light caught reflecting in
a prism" (G. Van Rijnberk).

Martinez wanted to propound a doctrine which would explain the
occult history of humanity, the divine origin of man and his fall,and -
to teach the means HOW man could regenerate himself. This doctrine
was reserved to an elite, gathered in an occult Order, that of the
ELUS-COHEN (in English : Elect Priesthood) and the final goal was
to communicate with Christ and thus regain the lost Kingdom. The
evocation of Christ would constitute the Great Work.

Here, ‘I quote again from A. E. Waite (op.clt)

",... the hope, the attempt and the supposed result were to establish
intercourse with Christ under the name of the Repairer, and the the-
sis was that the Master came in person and instructed his disciples.
I do not propose to debate the question whether- ‘such a manlfestation
was antecedently impossible; or what actually appeared under the
form of the Unknown Agent, as IT was also termed I set aside
further the question of" collectlve halluclnation, we have insuffi-
cient material as there should be no need to say - for the deter-
mination of the latter point. I desire only to put on record my
personal assurance, after an anxious review of all the facts avail.
able,

a) that manifestations of a very marked kind‘did take place,

b) that they were characterised by the high distinctive mow
tives which I have mentioned, as well as by results in
teachings, which, whether satisfactory or not to us at
‘the present day, were extraordinary for their period, and,
as I thlnk, suggestive for all time."

The 1nd1v1dua1 man, to escape from the cycles of successive re-
.. incarnations and to redeem himself from the slavery of material sensa—
tions, must detach himself from all that attracts him towards matter.
To attain this, he must first elevate himself morally. '

The Fallen Entities fight, without pausing, against this noble
tendency towards Perfection, tempting him in a multitude of ways so as
to lure him into the bosom of the visible world to retain their occult
grip over him.

: Individual Man should fight them by exposing them and throwing
them (the Fallen Entities) out of his domain. He can achieve this on
the one hand through THE INITIATION, which links him with the elements
of the Archetype - already rejoined and constituting the exoteric "Com
munion of Saints" (or, the Holy Assembly), on the other hand, by a lib-
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erative Knowledge which teaches him the means to speed up his definite
emancipation, by his own personal work apart frOm the rest of bllnd
Humenity. ' : : : :

Into the last possibilities enter, especially, the great opera-
tions of the Equinoxes, which aim at the purification of the terrestri-
al aura by means of the appropriate exorcisms and conjurations that be-
long to the rites of Transcendental Maglc and are what the Elus—cohen
call "the Works" or "Culte". : ,

What was‘the ultimate=accomplishment of the Works ?

His "TREATISE ON THE REINTEGRATION OF BEINGS INTO THEIR
FIRST ESTATE, VIRTUES, - AND 'POWERS, BOTH SPIRITUAL AND DIVINE ",
called in short : MReintegration of Beings", has been the Gospels of
the Order of the Elus-~Cohen. Its reading was reserved for the members
of the highest degree of the Order of the REAUX*eCROIX, or RefeC
(not to be confused with the Rose+Croix !). The treatise was supposed
to be, like the Zohar, an esoteric commentary and pseudo~historical
cOmplement to the Pentateuch.

Martinez comments there upon the first emanation of the spirit-
ual essences (absolute beings), the prevarication of some of them,
and the creation of matter to form a prlson for, and to punlsh, the
perverse Spirits.

God divided the first Spirits that emasnated from His‘divine
sphere (plane, world, ) and who had not prevaricated, into two classes :

SUPERIOR "SPIRITS - what Martlnez calls otherwise the Supercelestial
' World, and -
MAJOR SPIRITS " = for whom the Oelest1a1 World was reserved.

Matter, a prison for the perverse Spirits, was called the Terrestrial
Wor ld [y ' .

~ God created the first Man, or the Spiritual.Minor Adam, to guard
the perverse Spirits, but Adem himself, tempted and deluded by the Spir-
its whom he should have been controlling, prevaricated in his turn and
was punished in an analogous manner = like the perverse. spirits. He had
to leave the ‘"glorious form to become clothed . in a passive material
form subject to corruption" and was banished from the Celestial into
the Terrestrial World.

The crime of these spirits was that of attempting to create some
"spiritual beings who would depend directly on them just as they them-
selves depended on God who emanated them". "However, their ugly thoughts
and plans were aborted by the Creator who foresaw the act and immediately
stopped the operation of such will". Their fault was therefore in having
attempted to create not spiritual beings (essences) according to the
intentions of God, but beings who would be submitted solely to them. The
fault of Adam was analogous : he wanted to create spiritual beings resem-
bling him, not caring whether or not the Spirit of the COreator was in
accord with him. " Thus, instead of a glorious form, he obtained only a
sinister, ‘snimated form of matter. This was: EVE , the She-Man.

These two faults, committed at the beginning of Time by the
first Spiritual Beings, summarize all the tragedy of Humenity from
its origin up to our days.

God within us wants to create but His work is shipwrecked,
foiled, killed, on the Celestial Plane even before it passes from
a stage of conception into an act on the Temporal Plane, the will : »
to create pure spiritual valours becomes distorted since all our
efforts are unsuccessful in anything more than meking "forms of
matter" which are but poor refleetions of the glorious form of our
proud dreams.

The great COLLECTIVE Liberation will come finally from the
definite individual liberation, and that alone, will permit the re-
constitution of the Archetype and its ultimate reintegration into
the bosom of Divinity from whence it originally emanated.

The World of Matter abandoned to itself by its animator shall S
then dissolve itself, not being vivified, harmonized or conducted
any more by the Archetype. Because of the naturally anarchic impetus
of the Fallen Entities, this disaggregation of the parts of the WHOLE
will quicken. Thus the Universe shall end.

This will be the proper Yend of the world" forewarned univerw
sally by all Traditions ! "Heaven and Earth will pass like the
closing of a book ! " :

The divine essence will recover the possession of these
"regions" of its essence from where it has originally withdrawn. The
momentary illusions, baptised with the names of creatures, beings,
worlds, will disappear, because God is all and ALL is 1n God
although all were not God ! The Absolute has taken nothing g of the
illusory Nothingness which cannot exist outside of Him, without being
Him. Nothing else but this withdrawal of the divine essence has per=
mitted the Creation of the Worlds : angelic, material, etc... and it
is also the same withdrawal of the same essence which has allowed the
emanation of Spiritual Beings.

And thus shall be effected the symbolical ”victory“ of GOOD
over EVIL, of Light over Darkness, by a simple return of things to
Divinity, by a reassimilation of beings, purified and regenerated.

This is the esoteric understanding of the Great Universal Work
Fedevedele ok

The technidue of the Elus~Cohen of Martinez Pasquales consists
of three distinctive elements :

EXORGISMS,‘ CONJ URATIONS and  PRAYERS .

EXORCISMS - : = are intended to keep in check. demonlacal action in the
: C bosom of the Cosmos, to impede their effect on men and
‘to break their power on the Operator and his assistants,
to end or limit certain plagues and to annihilate the
Operations of Black Magic.
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CONJURATIONS: - are intended to establish .contact with the ‘Angelic:
World, with the Holy Assembly of Saints. It is from
the latter that the Operator chooses his particular
"Patrons", and from the Angelic World his Guardians
and Guides. The Cohen begins to contact higher and
higher Hierarchies in proportion to his successive

- ‘ Ordinations. The first contacts are the "baits" ,

to quote an expression used by Martinez Pasquales
: himself, intended to allow an access to the Beings
. ever more elevated. ' o

are addressed to God, to.the three Persons of the .
Holy Trinity,and are intended to obtain His Grace
and Mercy for the attainment of Reintegration.They
are integrated in the conjurative Rituals, which

. precede, and are designed to direct and amplify them.

PRAYERS s

The whole constitutes what Martinez calls . "le Culte", in
English : the Culte, or Divine Worship, and is therefore a liturgy.
It includes ten kinds of Operations :

1. Culte of Expiation : Man manifests his repentance as much for his
own faults as for the Fall of the initial Prototype, the First
Adam, Choregus of the Choir of Pre=existing Souls. From there
take root his asceticism and penitentiary Ritual.

» (Sephirah = Malkuth)

2. Culte of General Particular Grace : Operations consist in replacing
oneself for the whole terrestrial Humanity of the moment to make it
part1c1pate in the fruits of the individual Operation.

: (Sephirah - Yesod)

3. Operative Culte agalnst Devils : against the cause of the initial:
degradation at the beginning of Time, they tend to maintain their
grip on the whole Humenity. The Cohen combats them and throws them
out of the terrestrial aura by Exorcisms (the famous Operations of
the Equinoxes) (Sephlrah - Hod)

4, Culte against Prevarlcatlon and of Conservation : follows the
preceding. This Operation has as its aim to fight and chastise
thes followers of Black Magic, sorcery, and to chastise,especially,
the Fallen Spirits who collaborate with them.

: (Sephirah ~ Netzah)

5. Gulte against War : While homlclde is the greatest of all crimes,
collective homicide is evidently the worst. The Cohen fights the
Powers of Hate stirring the Nations and tends to divert their
action. If this is impossible, he provides the help of his theurgy
‘= outside of -any political or material interest -~ for the party
unjustly attacked or representing unquestionably superior moral
rights. (Sephirah - Tiphereth)

6. Culte of Opposition to the Enemies of the Divine Law : The pur=
-~ pose of this theurgic Operation is to fight those humen actions
which tend to diffuse atheism, sastanism, luciferism, under their
equally human forms (books, reviews, propaganda, sects,eté.).
: (Sephirah = Geburah)

7. Culte to Procure the Descent of the Divine Spirit : This Oper-
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ation has as its aim the infusion of the Holy Ghost and Its Gifts. -
It is specifically the '"Interior Way" - Way of the Heart.
(sephirah - Ohesed)

8. Culte of Strengthenlng of Faith and of Perseverance in the Divine
Spiritual Virtue: The Operation aims at the understanding and
comprehension of the Divine Mysteries, permitting the Emulator
to strengthen his faith in an absolute and definite way.

(Sephirah = Binah)

9. Culte of Establishing the Divine Conciliating Spirit within One-
self : This is a wholesome reception of the Holy Ghost, the de-
scent of the '"tongues of fire of the Pentecost", the final il-
lumination with all the privileges it allows. Here, one could
apply the words used during the consecration ‘of a priest : -
"Allow him, O Lord, to become a Craftsman -of Reconciliation in
words and deeds by the power of Signs and Omens'.

(sephirah = Chockmsah)

10. Culte of Annual Dedication of all Operations to the Creator :
Here are included all consecrations, benedictions, etc, and
performing them, the Operator attempts to sanctify all human
actions ~ as all acts should be motivated by the principle of
the Universal Reintegration. Hence, the benediction of fruits
of earth, of harvest, domestic animals, religious or initiatic
rites, institution of Sacraments. '

The Theurgy of Mart1nez Pasquales had many points in common
with the magic practices and ceremonies of other peoples the details
of which have been preserved for us by the tradition. However, Marti-
nez comes before us with a system which answers definitely to the term
t heur gic. There is no question that his Degrees were Degrees
of practical working and of the kind which is called magical in the
common convention of terms. A.E.Waite stresses that "whatever fresh
evidence comes to light concerning him makes it additionally clear
that he is not to be classed as an impostor but as a man with conspic-
uous psychic gifts". :

How were the Operations perfdrmed ?

The Operator traced one or several circles on the ground. They
were the symbols of his isolation, the fluidic ramparts built by his
will, magnetised against the powers of Evil. One or more luminaries
were placed inside these circles and some symbols or hieroglyphs traced.
-The Operator then prostrated himself seven times, in appropriate places,
 having been previously prepared by a certain ascetic way of life, through
fasts and prayers, purlfied by incense, and thus he would start his in-
vocations.

For the lesser Initiates it consisted of exorcisms to drive away
‘evil influences, but for the higher Initiates of his Elus-Cohen it meant
true evocations. The Magus made an appeal to the'spirltual Entities and
asked them to appear or, at -least, to give him a sign, a token of their
attention or condensation.

.The‘Operations thsmselves,were,ofvdifferent imertancef There
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were very simple operations executed every day, day by day (dally
invocations), and more extensive 1ast1ng for three consecutive days
(invocations of three days), and performed during the increa31ng moon «
Lastly, there were twice a year, the most important of them all, the
Works of the Equinoxes. ' '

~ All the disciples who had reached the highest degree of Initia-
tion in the Order of Martinez participated in these Operations of the
Equinoxes - each one in his own residence, and the whole Order cooper-
ated, sympathetically, in the work of their Chief, with that of the
Grand Sovereign preceding it.

Of what consisted the supernatural manifestations which the’
~ disciples of Martinez wanted to obtain and which were vaguely described
as "the Thing" ?

The outside world will never know the details.

Such manifestations were too sacred to his Initiates to be dis-
cussed with the profane = even with the initiates of the lesser degrees.
Louis~(Olaude de Saint-Martin, who showed some drawings of such passes
observed by himself, to Baron de. .Gleichen, never did talk much about
them. He restricted himself to affirm that in what he saw "signs of the -
Repalrer (Christ) were manifested".

_ Whatever skimpyhinformation reached the outside world, it tells
us, vaguely, that there were optlcal‘ phenomena rather than accoustic.
Although sounds and voices manifested, more often there were 'sparks'
of faint coloured lights, or characters and hieroglyphs of transient
fire, perhaps even apparitions, although phantasmic apparitions seem
doubtful. All these phenomena were called YPasses" .in the convention-
al language of the Initiates. ’

. Such Passes made it certain that the spiritual Entities evoked
by the Operator had obeyed his appeal and allowed him to catch a glimpse
of their ‘"glorious form" . It was important for the Operator to obtain
a Pass as it was a sign of his "Reconciliation", or in other words,
it meant that he was admitted into the Supercelestial World to wait there
to become completely reintegrated into the First Estate, Virtues and
Spiritual Powers of the First Man before his Fall. Having obtained a
Pass meant for the Operator that he had received an invincible Seal of
D1v1nity, an absolute guarantee of his salvation.

Martinez, identlcal with all esoterlc traditions of the world,
teaches us that there live among us Beings entrusted with the work to-
wards our "Reconciliation". They are, to speak in modern language,
Superior Spirits incarnated not by necessity but by a devotion for the
poor humans, who want to- help us, sacrificing their spiritual liberty.

The ladder of Splrltual Entlties extends from the MINOR 1IN
PRIVATION (vulgar man), through the RECONCILED MINOR, to the REGENER-
ATED MINOR. The ELECT MINOR forms a transitory stage with the free
SUPERIOR ' ‘and- MAJOR® SPIRITS of the Celestial and Supercelestlal Wor lds,
and the Hlerarchy ends in God. (See the drawing on page 36 )

Martlnez gave his elevated esoteric teachlngs to MEN OF DESIRE.
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In this sense no one can deny that the Order of Elus-Cohen constltutes

a group of men enimated by highest spirituality.

Martinez has inspired the lives and works of several writers and
men of action like Abbé Fournié, Louis-Claude de Saint-Martin, Jean -
Baptiste Willermoz, and his Order of Elus-Cohen having undergone some
metamorphoses lives again and transmits intact what it received origi-
nally from its Founder : to initiate MEN OF DESIRE into a
Communion with the World of Spirits. :

“Although there is a parallelism in the ritualries, their Operations DO

NOT have any common points with the vulgar Goetics, neither with necro-

mancy, not even in its spirit form. The aim is theosophico-moral, truly
pure and elevated.

Thus to~day, L'ORDRE MARTINISTE DES ELUS-COHEN, under the
Sovereign Grand Mastership of Bro:: Aurifer of Paris, France, continues

the Work of the Elus-Cohen of Martinez Pasquales, in the form and accord-

ing to the- practices originally established in 1758, possessing in its

folds direct filiations called MARTINISM, MARTINEZISM and WILLERMOZISM,

and the authentic Operative Rituals of the 18th century includlng those
of the secret class of the REAUX+CROIX.
