INTRODUCTION

Witch. What a powerful word it is. It attracts, it repels, it fright-
ens, it fascinates. It offers hope to those who do not know where
else to turn.

“How can I become a witch?”

I get thousands of letters from all over the planct asking this
question. All Wiccans are witches, but not all witches are Wiccan.
Wicca is a religion, a distinct spiritual path. There are many, many
ways to be a witch. I am a Wiccan priestess, SO this book is about
the Wiccan way.

I'm a solitary—a witch who chooses not to belong to a coven
or other working group of witches. I practice Wicca as seems
right and natural to me; I do not follow any particular Wiccan tra-
dition. I am an eclectic, which means I honor and work with gods
and goddesses from different cultures and pantheons. Erzulie’s
flag, a pentacle wreath, and the Green Man all preside over my al-
tar, which is cluttered with pyramids, obelisks, scarabs, and
ankhs.

I don't think there is any one correct way to be a witch or to
practice the Wiccan religion. 1 believe we each have the responsi-
bility of determining a personal path within the faith, an individual
path that is right for us. (The emphasis on personal responsibility is
one of the things that drew me to this religion in the first place.)

If you ask ten witches the same question, you may get ten dif-
ferent answers. Some traditions prescribe that things be done in
certain ways, but I say that you should trust yourself. If something
feels right to you, it is right. If something works for you, that is
the right way to do it.




ABOUT WICCA

M odern Wicca began in England in 1939, when Gerald Gard-
ner was initiated into a traditional British coven by Dorothy
Clutterbuck (Old Dorothy). He later broke the coven’s seal of se-
crecy and published books about the beliefs and practices of
British Wiccans, because he feared the religion would die out.
T'his began what continues to be a groundswell of people con-
verting to Wicca.

Debate currently rages over whether Wicca is 2 new religion,
or the oldest of all religions. Some say that Wicca has been prac-
ticed continuously in Europe at least since the Ice Age. They cite
paleolithic carvings of female figures, such as the Venus of Willen-
dorf, as evidence of Goddess worship having been the origin of all
religions. No, say others, Wicca is a neo-pagan faith, a 20th cen-
tury construct.

Wicca is actually both, I think, and see no point in debating
the issue at all. Modern witches follow in the tradition of our earli-
st ancestors and are the shamans and healers of the 21st century.
We are priests and priestesses of the Great Goddess; we practice
the ancient art of sacred magic in the modern world. Certainly
witcheraft has changed over the millennia, but we still have much
in common with the neolithic practitioner crouched before a fire,
crushing herbs for a healing brew. Methods and tools may be dif-
ferent, but the intent is the same: to help and to heal, to honor
the Mother in all that we do.

witchcraft has adapted when necessary—we arc only just
emerging from the siege mentality that the Burning Times im-
posed upon us. We are in the process of learning how to live
openly as witches again. Witchcraft has also evolved—we no
longer slay the sacred king each year to ensure the tribe survives
and flourishes. There are no more burnt sacrifices in Wicca, no
shedding of animal or human blood to make spells work.

Every Wiccan is a priest or priestess of the Goddess as well as
a witch, We serve her in whatever ways we are able to serve, ac-
cording to our talents, abilities, and personal circumstances. Each
Wiccan determines his or her own code of personal conduct and
hehavior according to the Rede, so you will find Wiccans who are

pacilists as well as Wiccans who are professional soldiers, some
who are omnivorous and others who are vegans.

Wicca is an Earth religion—an accepting, open-minded faith
that celebrates diversity and considers us all to be children of the
same Mother. Gender, age, race, sexual orientation, physical sta-
tus, family background, or ethnic heritage are not important in
Wicca. We are male and female, old and young, gay and straight,
healthy and disabled, and of all colors. There are no reliable statis-
tics on this, but it seems to me that there are about the same num-
ber of male and female Wiccans.

We collect no dues, have no central organization, no gov-
erning body, no supreme leader, no great high priestess who
speaks for the Goddess. Our temples are gardens and forests, li-
braries and beaches, mountains and bookstores. Wicca consists
simply of its witches and their collective beliefs and practices. It is
a voluntary association of individuals who share one faith, but
practice it in myriad ways. No one is born Wiccan—not even our
children, for we expect them to choose their own spiritual paths
when they are old enough to make such choices. There is nothing
like a dress code, but many witches wear a pentacle. We have no
dietary restrictions, but many witches are vegetarians.

Wicca is an organic religion, one that is evolving and emerging
as a worldwide faith. It is growing rapidly, although we neither
seek converts or proselytize. This is not a faith that knocks on
your door. It is one to which you make your own way. Wicca is a
way of life, a belief system that reflects itself in the ways we inter-
act with the world around us. Personal integrity and respect for

Mother Nature are important parts of the Wiccan way.

The Wiccan faith has two pillars—the Great Goddess and a
poem called “The Wiccan Rede.” The first step in becoming a
witch is to find your way to the Goddess. The second step is
to establish an ethical system in which to use her gift of magic.
I am often asked how someone can get involved in the occult
without being seduced by its dark side. The answer is that you
must have an ethical belief system, one with which you keep
faith.

This book contains everything you need to know to begin to
practice magic, but you won’t be ready for magic until you have
taken those first two crucial steps.

THE GREAT GODDESS

Have you ever been jolted from a sound sleep by someone calling
your name, then sat up and discovered you were all alone? What
you heard was the call of the Goddess. She is always there, al-
ways with us, always calling, but only some of us can hear her.
Those who can are witches, her priests and priestesses.

To be a witch, you have to find your way to the Goddess ar}d
¢stablish a relationship with her. There are many ways to do this:
studying mythology, spending time with the Moon or tbe sea,
meditating, planting a garden, keeping bees, nurturing a child, tak-
ing long walks in the woods, and so forth. She is eyer.ywhere‘; all
yoh have to do is look for her. When you find her, invite her into
your life. Offer yourself to her service. Step back and watch the
magic begin to flow through you and around you.

The Goddess is the universe itself, not something separate
from or superior to it. Creation is the business of the universe,
which destroys only to re-create. We personify this as the Great
Mother. She is self-created and self-renewing. We share atoms
with her, are one small part of the godhead, but we are just one
product of her great creative nature. Her variety is. infinite, as
cvinced by snowflakes and fingerprints. She is the yin and yang
of being, composed of both female (goddess) an‘d male (god) en-
crgy. We worship her by many names: Ishtar, Isis, Shakti, Asher-
ah, Xochiquetzal, Brigit, Pelé, Copper Woman, Lupa, Luna. We
also recognize old gods like Pan, Osiris, Tammuz, Jove, Quetzal-
coatl, Cernunnos, Mithras, and worship them if we feel moved
to do so.

Witches are pagans. We worship many gods and goddesses,
but recognize all of them as aspects of the Great Goddess. SOII‘IC
witches worship both a lord and a lady, while othe‘rs worship
only the Goddess. For me, Thoth is the lord and Isis .1s Fhe lady,
but choosing what deities to serve, honor, or work with is some-
thing each witch decides for herself or himself.

This book is full of information about magic, how to cast
spells and create them. Don't forget, however, that m?lgi.c is only
one part of Wicca. Witches use magic to improve thClF 11\.’CS, but
they also use it in service of the Goddess, as Part 1 of this book
will explain.
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THE WICCAN REDE

All of Wicca’s ethics and its moral code can be summed up in

cight words. This is the Wiccan Rede, the law that we choose to
live by:

And it harm none, do what you will.

This witches’ saying is part of a poem, also commonly known as
“The Wiccan Rede,” which has long been handed from witch to
witch, first in person and later through the Internet. Several
slightly different versions of it have made the rounds, including
one that modified the law to say, “Ever mind the Law of Three,
lest in self-defense it be.”

I always thought that the poem had been written by Doreen
Valiente, working with material from Gerald Gardner’s several
Books of Shadows. Valiente, who was initiated by Gardner in
1953, wrote The Charge of the Goddess' our most important
prayer, and a beautiful poem called The Witch’s Creed,? but she
did not write the Rede. The late Lady Gwen Thompson, high
priestess of a Welsh tradition, wrote an article in Green Egg in
1975, saying this version of the Rede had been handed down to
her by Adriana Porter, her grandmother, who was over 90 years
old when she died in 1946.

REDE OF THE WICCAE*

WICCAN TRADITIONS

Wicca is a solitary religion for some of us, something we learned
through books, lectures, or the Internet, or developed through
personal experience and solitary practice. Some have studied
Wicca in groves, study groups, or learning circles. Others grew up
in Wiccan families, then chose Wicca for their own path. Many
came to Wicca in the traditional way, through formal initiation
into a coven that followed a specific tradition. Wiccan traditions
include the following.

Gardnerian Wicca: Gerald Gardner’s traditional path, which
honors Aradia as the lady and Cernunnos as the lord. This is a
formal, hierarchal path with skyclad worship and degrees of ini-
tiation. It focuses on rituals and male/female polarity. Covens
have no more than thirteen members and are led by a high
priestess with a high priest. Gardnerians believe it takes a witch
to make a witch, and tend to disapprove of the newer “do-it-
yourself” Wiccans.

Alexandrian Wicca: A formal, structured, neo-Gardnerian tradi-
tion founded by Alex and Maxine Sanders in England in the 1960s.

Alexandrian and Gardnerian Wicca are sometimes referred to as
Classical Wicca.

Britisb Trad Wicca: This is a formal, structured tradition that
mixces Celtic deities and spirituality with Gardenarian-type Wicca,
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Celtic Wicca: This tradition incorporates Celtic god/desses and
wpirituality with green witchcraft and faery magic.

Dianic Wicca: Named for the goddess Diana, this is a goddcess-
centered tradition that excludes gods and does not require initia-
tions. Although Dianic Wicca is sometimes thought of as a
f¢minist or lesbian path, there are also male Dianic witches.

Faery Wicca: This is an Irish tradition that centers on green
witchcraft and faery magic.

Teutonic Wicca: A Nordic tradition witchcraft, this incorpo-
rates deities, symbolism, and practices from Norse and Germanic
cultures.

Family Traditions: These are the practices and traditions, usu-
ally secret, of families who have been witches for generations.

some witches hold that you must have been taught the craft by a liv-
ing relative before you can be considered a hereditary witch, no mat-
t¢r how many witchy ancestors you dig up when you unearth your
family roots. I think that, like blue eyes and diabetes, witchcraft can
I inherited. I get some letters that start, “We found a handwritten
hook in the attic . . . ,” others from witches who have discovered an-
cestors who were accused or admitted witches, and yet others from
young witches who receive spirit messages from ancestors that con-
tain guidance on following the witches’ path.

The gift often seems to skip a generation, passing from grand-
parent to grandchild. Many witches were taught craft skills by
their grandmothers, even if no one ever used the word witch-
craft. Is there a connection between DNA and witchcraft? 1 think
this would be an excellent subject for investigation by a scientific
witch.

You may come across OXymoronic groups calling themselves
Satanic Wiccans or Christian Wiccans. These are contradictions in
terms. They are not Wiccan, no matter what they call themselves,
regardless of whether they mean well by it or not.

COMPARATIVE RELIGION

Paganism is an umbrella term that covers many faiths, including
wWicca. 1 have heard from both Native Americans and Hindus who
find similaritics between their own religions and Wicca. There are
nuny roads o enlightenment, and all religions are equally valid.
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Wiccans respect other belief systems and value freedom of wor-
ship for all. Live and let live, as the Rede says.

Pagans are inclusive rather than exclusive. Karma, enlighten-
ment, reincarnation, ch’i, Tantra, the Akashic Records—you are as
likely to find witches discussing these things as adherents of the
Eastern belief systems from which these words come. Ego, inner
child, the unconscious, synchronicity, dream work—a group of
witches is as likely to be using these terms as a group of psychia-
trists might be.

Wiccans are polytheists who easily incorporate various god/
desses and practices into their spells, prayers, and rituals. A witch
who honors Sarasvati or Kwan Yin, however, will not do so in the
same way as a Hindu or a Buddhist. Nor will a witch who has the
raven for a spirit guide or the bear for a totem animal work with it
in the same way that a Native American might.

Most witches believe in some form of reincarnation. We be-
lieve death is not an end, but a transition. We recognize the cycles
of birth/death/rebirth just as we do the cycles of the seasons or
the Moon. Some Wiccans believe we rest between incarnations in
the Summerlands, a place where we are reunited with our loved
ones before we are reborn in new bodies.

Wiccans do not believe in a hell or a devil. We do not refrain
from negative acts because we fear we will be punished for them
in an afterlife. We refrain from negativity because we choose to
be positive. We certainly know what evil is, but we hold the indi-
viduals who perpetrate it responsible according to their actions
(or inactions), not an entity called Satan.

For many witches, the lord is the Horned God, the Lord of An-
imals, the sylvan lord of the greenwood. He is usually depicted as
a man with horns (Pan, Herne, Cernunnos), but he is a god of
herds and fertility, not a demonic figure. Some witches believe in
angels and some do not—just as some believe in fairies or dragons
and some do not.

INITIATION

No one should ever assume the title of witch lightly. To call your-
sclf a witch is to set yourself apart from most humans, to appoint
yourscelf a priest/ess of the Goddess. It is a binding contract to
serve the life force.

Some traditions belicve you are not really a witch unless you
have been formally initiated by a high priestess and/or high priest.
The rapid growth of Wicca currently makes this impractical, since
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there are not enough high priest/esses to train or initiate all the
ncweomers. Wiccea is also establishing itself in new countries and
cultures, places where there are no experienced witches to lead
others.

I think that you are entitled to call yourself a witch from the
day you feel entitled to do so. Some feel the need for a ceremony
(o mark this transition in their life, a ceremony that says, “Today I
am a witch.” Covens usually hold initiation ceremonies after the
postulant has successfully completed a required course of study.
This is often a period of a year and a day, at the end of which the
postulant is expected to demonstrate thorough knowledge of
Wicca or expertise in some area of the craft.

If you feel the need for a ceremony, have one. Those who
have chosen to be solitaries or who are unable to find covens can
hold self-dnitiation ceremonies of their own devising. If you feel
lost and alone, are unable to clearly define what will make you a
witch, set your self a task and a time period in which to complete
it: rcad ten serious books about Wicca or mythology, learn how to
make incense or candles or wands, or study herbalism or magical
systems. Write yourself a detailed report about what you learned
during this process and use it as the basis for your Book of Shad-
ows. Decide that, if you are satisfied with your work, you are
rcady to consider yourself a witch. If you do not feel the need for
an initiation ceremony, as I never have, just look yourself in the
cyc in a mirror and say it aloud: “Witch.”

A natural witch is a born witch, someone who requires no ini-
tiation. This may be someone who is a hereditary witch raised in a
family tradition, or someone who was a witch, priest/ess, or adept
in a previous life.

Look for clues in your life, your family history, your birth
chart, and your dreams to discover if you are a natural witch. Did
vou ¢ver wish something and have it come true, to your horror or
surprisc? Did you suspect you caused this, intentionally or other-
wisc? Perhaps you did. Have you always known you were differ-
cnt from other people? Were you a pagan sort of child? Have you
dreamt ancient dreams? Do you seem to have a natural affinity for
mugic? Have you got psychic gifts? Is there an ancient culture o
which you are irresistibly drawn? Do inexplicable things happen
1o or around you? All of these are indications.

If you suspcect you're a natural witch, you probably are. ‘There
are more people alive on the planet right now than have lived in
A1 of hunan history, so it makes sense that many of us are Old
Souls. Recycling is pleasing to the Goddess,
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WICCAN ETHICS

Once upon a time I assumed everyone was like me, considered
magic sacred and would never use it in negative ways. Then 1
launched a Web site (www.open-sesame.com) and the e-mail
came pouring in. Along with all the wonderful letters came some
that horrified me, letters from people who use magic to hurt oth-
ers intentionally. They sent death spells, revenge spells, cancer
spells, car-crash spells, bankruptcy spells, and worse, on the as-
sumption that I shared their enjoyment of such things. I heard
from Satanists who kill animals in twisted rites, from lovesick peo-
ple who wanted spells to kill rivals or break up marriages, from
people who sought power over the lives or minds of others, from
chaos magicians who derange functional systems just for the fun
of it, and from very angry people looking for all sorts of spells
with which to lash out.

It shocked me to discover how many advocates and practitio-
ners there are of this kind of magic. I made it my policy to refuse
to answer them. Finally, I put a notice on my Web site telling peo-
ple who use black magic not to bother writing to me, and added
this to my FAQ page:

Q: Why won't you answer us if we’re into black magic/
Satanism?

A: You have chosen the left-hand path, which is con-
trary to our law. You are free to do so, as I am free to
ignore you. Life is too short, too precious, to waste it on
negativity. Consider that your urgent need to contact
witches might be a message from the Universe: you're
on the wrong road!

Biding the Rede is the only thing you have to do to be Wiccan. Do
no harm. That is the essence of the Wiccan faith, our one law. No
one imposes this on us. A Wiccan is a witch who chooses of his or
her own free will to be bound by this law. We see life as magical
and magic as sacred, so Wiccans are white witches who do not
hex or harm.

To assume that white magic is less powerful than black magic
would be to mistake kindness for weakness. Certainly we defend
ourselves, but we generally do so by deflecting attacks rather than
by attacking, as you will sce in Part 11 (Protection).
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WHITE MAGIC

Magic itself is neutral, a tool. Like a hammer, it can be used to
stash or to build. It is colored by your intent. White magic is a
term used to describe that which is positive, constructive, or help-
Iul. Black magic is that which is negative, destructive, or harmful. If
vou have a business and you work spells to make it prosper, that’s
white magic. Casting spells to destroy your competition would be
hlack magic. These are not racial terms. The terms good and evil, or
dark and light, are often used to express this same concept.

Why black and white, and not some other colors? To answer
this question you have to go back into prehistory and imagine
how terrifying the night was for humans before we learned to usc
lire. The black of night was full of unseen threats, a dangerous
time that you might not survive. The white light of day brought il-
lumination and safety, welcome relief.

White magic is the right-hand path, black magic the left. The
symbolism of right and left is also very ancient. The right hand
was used for eating, the left hand for bathroom functions. Imagine
lite without toilet paper and you’ll understand why it’s customary
to shake hands with your right hand! This has nothing to do with
being right- or left-handed. It does, however, explain why, in the
past, left-handed people were often forced to learn to write with
their right hands.

The term green witcheraft is sometimes used to describe Celt-
ic magic, fairy magic, Earth magic, or any combination of these.
There are several theories of “gray magic,” but I think gray magic
is what Hindus call maya—illusion.

One theory holds that since good and evil both exist, some
people need to do black magic in order to balance white magic. 1
don’t accept this. T agree with Scott Cunningham that

Magic is love. All magic should be performed out of love.
The moment anger or hatrved tinges your magic you
have crossed the border into a dangerous world, one
ihat will ultimately consume you.”

Cscott Cunningham, Cunningham's Encyclopedia of Magical Herbs (St Paul, MN:
Hewellyn, 1999, p. 8.
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Do murderers balance nice people? Do child abusers balance lov-
ing parents? If they create balance, does this excuse their crimes?
Ity telling that to a judge! “Well your honor, I only stole that car
to create balance in the universe.”

There is another polarity theory, which states that if you do
two hexes and two healings, they balance one another or cancel
cach other out. Although there may be some logic to this, it’s still
just a self-serving excuse, a way to delude yourself that you are a
white witch when you practice black magic.

Some traditions hold that those spells you cast on yourself
constitute white magic, while those you cast on others consti-
tutes gray magic. The wordsmith in me quibbles with this on se-
mantic grounds. I think a spell that harms you or anyone else is
black magic; one that helps or heals anyone, including yourself, is
white magic. Being of service to people in need or distress is one
of the things witches do best. I therefore see nothing wrong in
casting spells that help others—with their permission, of course.

Some witches argue that there are evils too great, situations
too grave, to be handled with white magic. The end justifies the
means, they say, making black magic necessary for the greater
good. Although there is some merit to this argument, 1 have never
encountered a situation I couldn’t handle with white magic. Bind-
ing, banishing, and transformation are the powerful tools of a
white witch.

There are excellent moral and ethical arguments against prac-
ticing black magic. If you are not convinced by those, however,
here is a practical one:

What goes around comes around.

Everything we put forth is eventually returned to us. Moreover,
Wicca recognizes the Law of Three, which states that this return
is triple. Black magic may provide instant gratification, but it ulti-
mately does you more harm than anyone else. Many white
witches have learned this lesson the hard way.

Carefully examine any spell or magical working before you
perform it to be sure that it is in accord with Wiccan law. Ask
yourself if you are casting the spell for the person, or on the per-
son. If you do harm inadvertently, try to right it. Many witches
work a phrase into their spells that prevents accidental harm—
something like, “And et no harm be done by this.”
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This knowledge I have taught

is more arcane than any mystery—
consider it completely,

then act as you choose.

Listen to my profound words,
the deepest mystery of all,
for you are precious to me
and I tell you for your good.’

WICCAN RITES

Wicca’s rituals are not obligatory. A Wiccan may hold a ceremony
whenever he or she feels the need for one. The ritual may be pri-
vate or public, celebrated alone or with other witches, or per-
formed by a high priest/ess. The rite may be newly written for the
occasion, one handed down in a particular tradition, or something
from a book about Wicca. Our rituals include the following:

Wiccaning: A ceremony held to welcome a new baby and place
her or him under the protection of the Goddess.

Initiation: Any ceremony held to mark the dedication of a new
witch to the Goddess and the craft.

Handfasting: A Wiccan marriage ceremony, called a handfasting
because the right wrists of the bride and groom are traditionally
bound together, symbolizing their union. Jumping the broomstick,
an ancient fertility rite, is often part of the ceremony. Some couples
have only a handfasting, while others handfast before or after a civil
marriage ceremony. The number of Wiccans taking legal orders en-
titling them to use the title Reverend make it increasingly possible
for a handfasting to be a legally recognized marriage ceremony.

The Great Rite: The Great Rite is sacred sexuality, the union of
laince and grail. The god is invoked into the male witch, the God-
dess into the female. In classical Wicca, this is a formal ceremony
that includes the Fivefold Kiss. The sex act is only symbolic when
the Rite is performed before the whole coven; actual when cele-
brated in privacy.

S ohe Bhagaead Gita (New York: Quality Paperback Book Club, 1998), p. 152,
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In other traditions the Great Rite is any act of loving sexual in-
tercourse performed within a magic circle as an offering to the
Goddess. It is sex magic of the highest kind, using male/female
polarity to raise and channel power. Gay couples have male and
female energy as well, so I can see no reason why lesbians and ho-
mosexuals cannot also celebrate the Great Rite.

Croning: A ceremony that marks a female witch’s change from
mother to crone, the final stage of her life. (Menarche marks entry
into the maiden phase, motherhood or mentoring into the mother
phase.) The decision to crone may be based on the beginning or
end of menopause, on an astrological milestone, on a personal life
event like the last child leaving home, or simply because the
witch feels the time is right.

Deatb Rites: Rituals held to mark the passing of witches. Wiccans
see life and death as part of the same cycle. Death is merely a
transformation of our energy into another form. A Wiccan re-
quiem can thus be both a solemn occasion and a joyous celebra-
tion of the witch’s life.

THE WICCAN YEAR

Wiccans see the year as an ever turning wheel and celebrate its
cycles: the waning and waxing of the Moon, the changing sea-
sons, progression through the houses of the Zodiac, the agricul-
tural year, and the solar year with its cycle of the Sun/Earth
relationship. Eight Wiccan holidays mark the stages of the Wheel
of the Year.

Lesser Sabbats
The Quarter Festivals

Greater Sabbats
Cross-Quarter Festivals

FEBRUARY 2: Imbolc SPRING EQUINOX:  Eostre
MAY 1: Beltane SUMMER SOLSTICE:  Litha
AUGUST 1: Lughnasadh AUTUMN EQUINOX: Mabon
OCTOBER 31: Samhain WINTER SOLSTICE:  Yule

Following is a brief introduction to Wiccan festivals and some of
the many ways to celebrate them. Look to the Interncet and books
like Janet and Stewart Farrar’s excellent A Witches' Bible for more
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information about Wiccan holidays. Our feast days are based on
those of the ancient Celts, so they make most sense in the north-
«in temperate zones. Southern Hemisphere witches often cele-
Ivate them in reverse, reflecting their opposite seasons. Following
the Celtic custom, we usually celebrate the holy days on their
cves as well.

Plcase note that Solstice and Equinox dates are approximate,
hecause they vary slightly in some years.

December 21:
WINTER SOLSTICE, also called Longest Night; this inaugu-
rates the celebration of Yule, which ends at New Year

I'lie Goddess gives birth to the god, the Child of Promise who is
teborn with the returning Sun. Yule is a joyous celebration of fam-
iy and friends, of peace and love and positive energy. Witches in-
«orporate ancient pagan traditions into our festivities, traditions
like yule logs, gift giving, wassail cups, mistletoe charms, and
hringing evergreens into the home or decorating a tree.

February 2:
IMBOLC, also called Imbolg, Oimelc, Candlemas, Earrach, and
t;roundhog’s Day

I'his is the quickening of the year. Winter buds appear on bare trees
and green life stirs under the frozen earth. The infant Sun (the god)
prows in size and strength. Imbolc is a fire festival, a festival of
Ipthits, sacred to the Irish goddess Brighid. Witches light candles to
ilhminate the winter darkness, and start spring cleaning.

Murch 21:
SPRING EQUINOX, also called Ostara or Eostre

he year is in perfect balance between light and darkness. The
pod is now a green youth and the Goddess is in her maiden as-
oot Their courtship dance begins. Ostara is a solar festival of
hiee, light, and fertility sacred to the Saxon goddess of spring,
Ostara/Lostre. Witches follow the old pagan custom of dyeing or
panting hard-boiled eggs, then balancing the eggs on their ends
to symbolize equilibrium. We work magic to balance any imbal-
ances in our lives.
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May 1I:
BELTANE, also called May Eve, Samradh, Cetsamain, and
Walpurgis Night

By May, the light has grown longer and everything is flowering.
The virile young lord and the fertile maiden celebrate the evident
consummation of their relationship. Beltane is sacred to Maia,
Greco-Roman goddess of spring. It is a fire and fertility festival
that celebrates the transformation from maiden to mother through
the mystery of sexuality. Beltane Eve is a perfect time for the
Great Rite. Witches gather dew on May morning, put flowers on
their altars, leave offerings for fairies, and tend sacred places like
groves and wells.

June 22:
LITHA, also called Summer Solstice, Midsummer, and St.
John’s Day

Earth is in full bloom. The Mother is pregnant and the god (the
Sun) is King of Summer at the peak of his powers. Litha is the
longest day, marking the division of the year. Witches celebrate
abundance, fertility, virility, and the beauty and bounty of nature.
This is a good time for handfastings and male rituals, for workings
of empowerment, consummation, or culmination.

August 1:;
LUGHNASADH, also called Lammas, Lunasa, and Hlafmass, the
Festival of Loaves

The days start growing shorter and the fields are heavy with crops
ready to be harvested. The corn king is sacrificed and mourning
begins for the death of the god (the Sun). Lughnasadh is the first
of the Wiccan harvest festivals, a festival of fire and light named
for the Celtic god Lugh/Llew, Lord of Light. Witches bake bread,
put grain on their altars, count their blessings and give thanks to
the Goddess.

September 21:
MABON, also called Autumn Equinox

Crops are harvested; light and darkness are again in balance. The
god sleeps in the womb of the Goddess, waiting to be reborn. Ma-
bon is sacred to the Celtic god Mabon, a Son of Light, son of the
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mother goddess Modron. This second harvest festival is a time to
¢njoy the fruits of your labor and give thanks for abundance.
Witches put the fruits of the season on their altars, bake bread
and pies, work magic to balance imbalances.

October 31:
SAMHAIN (pronounced sow-en), also called Halloween, Allan-
tide, Shadowfest, and All Hallows Eve

the harvest season closes, the days grow darker and winter is initi-
ated. ‘The Goddess enters her time of sleeping and dreaming. The
pond (the Sun) awaits rebirth. Samhain is witches’” New Year, both

thinnest. It can be celebrated in high revelry, with costume parties
and witches’ balls, or solemnly, as a night for honoring ancestors
and contacting departed loved ones.

CRAFT NAMES

Many witches elect to assume a craft name. This is optional, unless
vou join a tradition in which a new name is required. Your name, if
vou choose one, should say something about you. God/dess, plant,
and animal names are popular, especially those that are variations
on wolf, dragon, and raven imagery. Names that include the Moon,
A color, or a stone are also common.

Some witches start with a single name, then add additional
ones as they progress in the craft. In some traditions, each witch
also has a secret name, one that is known only to family or fellow
coveners. Witches sometimes change their magical names, choos-
myg a1 new one when they want to change their luck or mark a
new stage in life.

This is a free planet and you can call yourself anything you
ke, but young witches who assume titles like “Lord,” “Lady,” or

sir” may find themselves criticized by older witches who think
such titles should be earned, not assumed.



STARTING IN MAGIC

-Flis chapter explores useful preludes to working with magic.
You would not be reading this if you were not already a seeker
trying to find your way. Your search (and the inner work it in-
volves) are what matter, not whether your path leads finally to
Wicca. Walk in the light and you will never go astray.

The journey to magic starts with an inner voyage, the journey
to self. It begins with the hand mirror of Venus: § This symbol
does not represent vanity, it means “Know Thyself”—the same
lesson taught at Delphi.

You have been living with yourself all your life and probably as-
sume that you do know yourself. Unless you are already an adept,
however, you have not yet learned that there are two ways of
knowing, two ways of experiencing the world. Magic will open
your eyes, your mind, and your self to the other way of knowing.
Reality is like an onion, composed of layers. Ordinary life takes
place on its surface, or perhaps a little deeper for those with inborn
psychic gifts. Magic will take you further and teach you how to pen-
etrate the veils and layers of reality. Magic deals in ultimate truth.

This journey, should you decide to undertake it, is never-
ending. We all have things we can still learn about ourselves and
about magic, no matter how long we have studied.

Astrology, dream work and past-life work are all a part of this
inner journey. Each of these are enormous subjects, however,
that could easily take volumes to cover fully. It isn’t within the
scope of this book to do that. There are many excellent books on
these topics that you can access for more information.

ASTROLOGY

As above, so below—most witches believe in astrology. We know
that the position of the planets at the time of our birth influences
who we will be and what our lives will be like. This is not the sole
determining factor, since forces like free will, genetics, chance, and
synchronicity are also in play. The art and science of astrology is
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wcll worth study, however, for both witches and those who would
he witches.

Your birth chart is a good starting point. Your natal chart is a
chart cast specifically for you, based on the date, time, and place
of your birth. It shows in which astrological house each planet
wis when you were born, and what the relationship of each
planet was to the others. An astrologer is able to interpret this
and tell you many things about yourself and your life.

Having your birth chart done by a professional astrologer can
he costly. A less expensive alternative is to cast and interpret it
vourself, with the aid of a book. A good astrology book can make
you feel as if someone has been reading your diary or peering
through the windows of your soul. You could also access the sites
that do natal charts on the Internet.

Your birth chart can help you determine whether you have
lived before. A lack of karma in your chart indicates that you may
be a4 new soul joining us on the Wheel for the first time. A heavy
accumulation of karma is a sign of an Old Soul. Different aspects
can also give clues. The aspect of Saturn trine Neptune, for exam-
ple, indicates you are a seeker far along the path. It means you
probably practiced high magic in a past life and have the potential
to be an adept in this lifetime. This aspect also shows an affinity
(or Earth magic.

MYTHOLOGY

‘time spent studying mythology is time well spent. Arthur Cotter-
¢ll, in his preface to The Encyclopedia of Mythology, points out
how mythology deals with fundamental human issues:

» T'he power of love; its attendant anxiety and jealousy;
- The conflict between the generations, between old and new;
* The violence of men;

» The mystery of death;

» The mischief of troublemakers;

+ The sadness of illness and accidental injury;

+ The possibility of an afterlife or reincarnation;

» The effect of enchantment on mind and body;

« The challenge of the unknown;

» The sadness of betrayal and treachery;

+ The cycle of fertility in humans, plants, and animals;
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+ The horror of madness;

* Luck and fate;

¢ The nature of the universe;

* The creation of the world;

* The relationship between humans and the godhead.®

As you become familiar with the god/desses of the world, you will
feel yourself drawn to particular deities or cultures. You may also
find that you feel an affinity for a certain type of deity or arche-
type: sea goddesses, vegetation gods, Earth Mothers, Sky Fathers,
or cultural hero/ines. This is another way to learn about yourself.

I am an American of Western European ancestry, to whom all
myths are interesting. It is to Egyptian mythology, however, that I
am most drawn. This tells me something about myself. It informs
these pages and the way I practice witchcraft. It helps me to un-
derstand why all the roads of my life led to Egypt.

MEDITATION

To meditate, you must get comfortable in a place where you will
not be interrupted, then enter a state of deep relaxation, one step
away from sleep. Clear your mind, then set it free to wander.
Where it goes will teach you a lot about yourself. Regular medita-
tion can support all the other inner work you do.

Meditation can also help you in other ways. To work magic,
you must be centered, balanced, and very focused. Meditation is
calming and teaches mental discipline. Most witches meditate.
Some like to do it in natural places, lulled by birdsong or the
splashing of water. Others do it at home or even on trains on their
way to work. Turn off the phone to meditate at home, or do it in
bed just before you sleep. Some find meditation devices helpful:
incense, candles, recordings of chanting, drumming, quiet music,
or nature sounds. By using the same device repeatedly, you can
condition your mind to enter a meditative state.

PAST-LIFE WORK

Old Souls are people who have lived before, often many times.
Finding out if you are an Old Soul and who you were in past lives
is fascinating. An attraction to witchcraft or magic in this lifetime

o

Arthur Cottercll, The Eucyclopedia of Mythology (New York: Smithmark Publishers,
1990y, p. G
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may mean that you were previously a priest/ess, mage, witch, or
shaman.

There are psychologists who hypnotize people and regress
them to reveal past lives I have not tried this and so cannot ex-

o re ad your past lives in your aura. Again, I have no personal ex-
perience with this. I am not sure if either of these methods work,
but, if they do, they would give instant gratification. What I am
sure of is that there are a lot of charlatans out there who will hap-
pily separate you from your money by trying to convince you that
vou used to be Cleopatra or Merlin.

You must have a fearless soul to do pastlife work, because
what you learn may be disturbing. How you died, particularly if
vour death was violent, is often the first memory to surface. Happy
memories are less likely to be recovered than traumatic ones. Re-
member that having been someone terrible in a previous life
docsn’t mean you are a bad person now. We're all here doing the
sam¢ thing—working on our karma.

lL.earning about past lives is a process. It may be the work of a
lifctime. Meditation, especially trance states, is a method that
works for some witches. Carnelian is a useful stone to hold while
vou meditate. You can also try guided meditation, using tapes and
books sold in New Age shops. Hanging out with other witches
somcetimes triggers past-life memories, especially if you have been
doing some sort of psychic work together. Fire of Azrael, kindled-

ol cedar, juniper, and sandalwood, is suppos sed to show_you Vour

past when you gaze -into its Hames

Look for clues in your childhood, if you can. Interview peo-
ple who had a lot of contact with you. Ask them if you ever said
o did anything strange, something that did not make sense. My
voung son calls his Lego set Babylon, builds little cities with it.
When he is upset, he tells me that he wants to go home, even
though he is already at home. I grew up in New York City, but I
tried to harvest grain when I was young. I collected grasses with
«wed heads and shut them away in metal boxes, tried to turn
them into what I imagined raw wheat flour looked like by these
nagical means. It made no sense (and, of course, it didn’t work),
but it was a clue to my inner self, as was the strong urge to col-
lcct seeds that came on me every autumn. Can you imagine what
ared wagon full of moldering chestnuts smells like after it has
heen shat in a garage all winter? My son and I both have birth
<harts that indicate we are Old Souls.
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Eastern religions teach that enlightenment brings escape from
the Wheel, freedom from the cycle of reincarnation. Wicca does
not agree with that. Witches welcome this return because we find
life joyful.

DREAM WORK

A pastlife dream is more like reality than a dream. If you have
ever had one, you know exactly what I mean. In an ancient
dream, you smell people’s bodies, feel the heat of the torches, ex-
perience the fear or joy of the priestess. You wake up out of
breath, with your heart pounding. You were actually there. You
know your dream for what it was.

Dreams can reveal many things besides past lives—things
such as directions, future events, and unresolved personal issues.
The universe sometimes communicates with us through dreams.

Dream work is done by keeping a notebook near your bed, a
book in which you write down your dreams as soon as you
awaken. You can write down every dream, or just those that
seem meaningful. Reviewing your dreams as they accumulate
may reveal patterns and issues. It can also give validity to premo-
nitions and predictions.

CONFRONTING YOUR DARK SIDE

We all have a dark side we must confront before we can trust our-
selves with magic. This requires absolute honesty with yourself.
You must find a way to deal with your demons—negative impulses
like aggression, jealousy, addiction, envy, depression, or compul-
sion. The solution is different for each of us. My own dark side is
darker than most, but I work it out in my poetry.

Magic has its dark side as well—the black arts. They can be se-
ductive, but you will ultimately destroy yourself if you choose the
left-hand path. Protect yourself from this. Never participate in
Satanism, black magic, demonology, blood sacrifice, or anything
else that is negative. Avoid books by those who practice or advo-
cate black magic. Develop your psychic radar so that alarm bells
go off whenever evil comes near you.

GETTING STARTED

It is said that, when you are ready, a teacher will come. You can
study witcheratt on your own until then, through books and Web

-
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sites, or by attending lectures. You can also seek out a coven,
study group, or another novice with whom to work. Some experi-
cnced witches accept students as a part of their service to the
craft. The Internet and metaphysical bookshops are great places
to make pagan contacts.

Remember that no one is going to spoon-feed you magic. You
will have to work at learning it. You’ll need to master a divinatory
practice, erect an altar, start your Book of Shadows, learn how to
make sacred space, and learn about the gods and goddesses.
You'll have to be responsible for yourself, study witchcraft, and
lormulate your own code of ethics in which to practice it. These
are the basics.

DIVINATION

I'very witch needs to learn some method of divination, be it
runes, tarot, scrying, I Ching, or anything else. Divination is a way
lor the universe to speak to and through us. Spend some time in
the New Age section of your local bookstore. You will likely find
hooks and kits on several different divination systems. Investigate
the one that calls to you.

ALTAR

\n altar is a place for worship and casting spells. Erect one if you
«.an_ It can be a formal altar with elaborate furnishings, or it can
he simply a table, a bookshelf, a desktop, a slab of rock—any
plice you have available to you for this purpose. Typical altar fur-
nshings include:

= candles;

- lools:

- Statues or other representations of deities;

 Incense;

« Crystals;

= Olterings, such as fruit and flowers.

Vowathoall ¢lse, it's your altar and you can put whatever you like

oot Pay homage to a particular god, goddess, or pantheon. Dec-
veate 1t for the scasons, the Sabbats, the Full Moon—whatever
lccls and looks right to you.

Ancaltar is a wonderful thing to have—a convenient place for
aateh o work and aspiritual center for the home. Don’t worry
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il your circumstances prevent or forbid you from erecting one,
however, because it is certainly possible to manage without one.
Temporary altars can be put up for a ritual or spell, then taken
down.

Before 1 was ready to come out as a witch I kept all my sup-
plies in a witch’s box in a closet. I'd get them out for a spell, put
them away afterward. My witch’s box was a2 wooden one I had
made in carpentry class in high school, but yours can be any sort
of box. When I lived in Egypt, where it can be dangerous to be
known as a witch, I kept my supplies all over the house, in those
places where each item would most likely be kept anyway, to pre-
vent snoopy cleaning women from telling tales about me. I liked
to use trays for spells then—big serving trays on which everything
for a spell could be assembled ahead of time and then moved to
the place (usually the kitchen) where I cast the spell.

SACRED SPACE

Sacred space is space set apart for magic, rituals, meditation,
work, or worship. Some witches are fortunate enough to have a
permanent space, like a grove, a garden, or a room that isn’t used
for anything else, but most of us have to make sacred space when
we need it. To do this, light some candles, burn incense, or play
music you consider sacred, then mentally define the area you are
thereby making sacred.

MAGIC

Magic is real. It affects reality. It is serious business, something
that should never be taken lightly or fooled with until you know
what you are doing.

You must ask yourself, as T.S. Eliot did,

Do I dare
Disturb the universe?”

Magic is a tool, a double-edged sword. Magic disturbs the uni-

verse, 5o save it for the big stuff.

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lLike anything else, youw’ll get as much from magic as you put
mto it. It takes a lot of time and study to become an adept. Be real-
shic 1N your expectations. Magic is not the answer to everything,
w0 recognize situations that are better dealt with by law enforce-
ment, doctors, or other professionals. Be reasonable. If someone
1 spouting blood, apply a tourniquet and call for help before you
«ven think of doing a stop-bleeding spell.

Magic is natural, not supernatural. It’s the manipulation of en-
crpy to achieve a desired result. Physicists have discovered that
particles under study alter their movements, that you can change
+ thing merely by concentrating on it. That’s how magic works.
I carning to successfully cast spells is the least of it. Your ultimate
poal should be to experience life itself as magical. The Buddha
taught that all life is suffering. Witches beg to differ.

Muagic is very powerful, but to look to it for power over oth-
«1s s to miss the point entirely. Magic isn’t for compelling love
o obedience, it isn’t for destroying your enemies. Magic is
about empowerment. This is why I teach people how to cast
~pells rather than doing spells for them. Magic is for transforma-
twon, healing, and betterment. It brings self-improvement and
wll determination. Power over yourself and your own life is real
power. Use magic to change your life. Battle your demons with
1 tears, addictions, diseases, negative patterns.

Magic is limitless in its forms. Some types of magic include
knot magic, kitchen magic, garden magic, weather magic, chaos
maypic, hand magic, candle magic, chant magic, Goddess magic, lu-
n.magic, solar magic, crystal magic, dragon magic, sea spells,
e spells, and necromancy. There are as many kinds as there are
witc hes.

knowledge is power, so magical power accrues with study,
Cvperience, practice, and inner work. Never try to prove your
powers (o anyone else. Don’t get bogged down in ridiculous

power contests” with other practitioners. The only one you have
uny thing to prove to is yourself.



BOOK OF SHADOWS

Most witches make a grimoire, or Book of Shadows. This is a
blank book in which you write down any information you think is
interesting or useful to you as a witch. You should begin yours as
soon as possible. It can be any sort of book, but will need to be
fairly large, because you will be writing a lot of things in it. Magi-
cal supply shops sell blank Books of Shadows. Booksellers and art
supply stores often carry bound sketch books that serve well as
grimoires.

I am not sure how these came to be called Books of Shadows.
I prefer to call them grimoires, because they are, in fact, Books of
Illumination. During the Dark Ages in Europe, witches kept a tiny
flame of enlightenment burning, storing ancient knowledge in
their books, and defending a bastion of literacy in the face of igno-
rance. To be caught with a grimoire during the Burning Times
meant torture and death.

A Book of Shadows is a very powerful thing—the repository
of magic. It grows more powerful with the passing years, as you
expand it. It must be handwritten. You must always treat it with
respect and never let anyone else handle it. A Book of Shadows
usually includes:

* Spells;
* Rituals;
e Prayers;

* Magical correspondences;
* Information on magic itself.

It may also have:

* Incantations;

* Pictures or sketches;

* Charts (like Moon or tide tables);

*  Symbols;

*  God/dess pages;

* A coven section;

¢ Records of magical workings and experiences.

Book of Shadows 31/

IU’s your book, so put whatever you like in it. Many of us kcep
more information in our computers than we do in our grimoires.
This may make for easier retrieval and organization of information,
but it is no substitute for the potency of a handwritten book. Do
both, if you like.

You can hide your book away or keep it on your altar. Mine is
usually on my altar these days, but I kept it under my desk for
ycars. When you feel that your book has sufficient power, you
may want to cast spells atop it.

INVOCATIONS

Thoth, Lord of Books (the ibis-headed Egyptian god of writing,
magic, and wisdom) is an excellent deity to oversee your Book of
Shadows. Tao-chiin, Lord of the Tao, guards magical writings. He
can be invoked to protect your book.

MY GRIMOIRE

My Book of Shadows was a big blank record book, the kind gov-
crnments used before computers. My father gave it to me, think-
ing I might want to use it for my diary. I had that book for years. I
knew it should be used for something special, but was unable to
decide what that special purpose might be. I thought it could be a
drcam book and actually wrote one or two dreams in it. Then I
decided that wasn’t right and tore the dream pages out.

The book moved with me from apartment to apartment, back
and forth across the United States, until I finally came to Wicca
and knew for certain why I had been saving it. I drew a pentacle
on its cover and began my Book of Shadows. I divided my Book of
Shadows into three sections:

»  Correspondences;
»+  Materia;
= Spells and Incantations.

Correspondences were important to me right from the start, be-
cause 1 knew T would need them to write my own spells. 1 orga-
nized them alphabetically (orderliness is a Taurus “thing™), with
pages on topics that interested me:
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Correspondences: Air, alchemy, angels, animals, the astral planes,
Aquarius, Aries, autumn, birds, Cancer, candles, Capricorn, colors,
creativity, Earth, East, fire, Gemini, god/desses, healing, incense,
jewels, Jupiter, justice, Leo, Libra, love, magic, Mars, Mercury, mon-
ey and business, the Moon, Neptune, North, numbers, Pluto, pro-
tection, psychic work, reincarnation, Sagittarius, Saturn, Scorpio,
sex magic, South, the spirit world, spring, summer, the Sun, sym-
bols, the tarot, Taurus, tools, Uranus, Venus, Virgo, water, West,
the Wheel of the Year, winter, wisdom, yin/yang.

Materia: “By seed and root, by bud and stem, by leaf and flower
and fruit.”® This section became an herbal, with information on
hundreds of plants in alphabetical order. When I collected speci-
mens, such as leaves or seeds, I pressed them between the appro-
priate pages. 1 also drew or pasted pictures to help me in plant
identification when I needed it.

Spells and Incantations: This section came to include prayers
and rituals, especially ancient prayers, as well as spells and incan-
tations. The first spells I put in it were those I copied from books.
As I gained knowledge, however, I began to write my own spells.

THE WITCH'S TOOLS

—I_ools are the implements we use to work magic. Some tradi-
tions make a great fetish of tools. This can be daunting for new
witches, who sometimes think they cannot begin to cast spells
until they have acquired everything on the list. Unlike many
witches, I take a minimalist approach to tools. For years, I used a
sword, an athame, and a pentacle. That’s it. Occassionally I used
1 marble mortar that served as a chalice and for grinding herbs.
A mortar is also a great place to burn things.

start making or acquiring tools as you need them. Covens of-
ten give sets of tools to new members. I have found that, when-
cver I had need of a tool, I suddenly acquired it by one means or
another. These are some of the (often-conflicting) superstitions
about tools:

-+ ‘I'hey must be formally consecrated before use;

-« T'ools should only be used inside the circle;

- Using tools in the kitchen consecrates the food they are used
10 prepare;

» Tools must be(made by yourself or recejved as gifts, not
purchased, Doy ey vria VS L vesT o~

+ It is bad luck to haggle over the price of a tool,

- You should never allow anyone else to handle your tools;

+ ‘T'he finest tools are those you make yourself, from natural
substances;

- Any sword, knife, or dagger that has ever drawn blood must be
purified before consecration;

- Athames and swords should be symbolic, not actual weapons.

Accept or reject these beliefs as seems right to you. I have never
conscerated my tools, because I have never felt the need to do
wo. Magical use seems self-consecrating to me. I dislike having
the vibrations with which T imbuc objects disturbed. 1, there-
lore, never let someone touch my tools or my grimoire. [ agree
that actual weapons are unsuitable tools for a witch.

Y‘v‘\(j"c‘q, v M)(C,) ’ }
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With the exception of the sword, my tools “hid in plain sight”
while I lived in Egypt. I expect the notion of “kitchen witch”
came from the fact that most of the things we use—like herbs,
cauldrons, and candles—can be left about the kitchen without at-
tracting attention. This probably helped some witches survive the
Burning Times.

CONSECRATION

Branch into wand, goblet into chalice, knife into athame, pot into
cauldron. Consecration is a short ceremony that dedicates an ob-
ject for sacred use. Lay your tools on the altar, cast a circle, and
consecrate them. You can devise any sort of ceremony you like
for this. Keep it simple, cast the circle, mix salt into water, and
sprinkle the tool, saying something like: “Knife, you are brought
within this circle of transformation to be forever after my
athame.” Handle the object with reverence, steeping it in your vi-
brations, then put it in its appointed place on the altar before clos-
ing the circle.

ATHAME

An athame is a ceremonial knife that corresponds to the element
of fire in some traditions, to air in others, and to the direction
East. Like all the phallic tools, it has male energy and symbolizes
animus. It a witch’s weapon and most important tool. In some tra-
ditions, it must be black-handled (white-handled knives are used
only as cutting tools). The hilt of your athame can be plain, or in-
scribed with magical markings. It can be a new knife acquired for
this purpose, or it can be something you have had for a long time
and now dedicate for ritual use. Antique stores and flea markets
are good places to find daggers and interesting knives, but you
must purify (with water, salt, sunlight, crystals, or any combina-
tion thereof) any object with unknown provenance in case it has
black vibrations.

My athame is a bronze letter opener with an enameled handle
that was given to me by a business mentor many years ago. The
athame is used for:

* Mixing salt and water, or potions;

* Inscribing the circle:

*  Charging, consccrating, or cmpowering amulcts,
tlisnuns, or Poppets;
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« Inawing lines;
« Insorimination and setting limits;
. Alaking choices and carrying them out.

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Witches who make their own wands often carve magical sym-
bols into them, or affix small crystals or gemstones to them.
Wands are used for many things, including:

* Casting circles;

* Channeling energy;

* Inviting and controlling entities;

* Manifestation (changing spirit into matter,
concept into form, idea into reality, etc.).

The Egyptian wand was called ur bekau, the mighty one of en-
chantments. It consisted of a sinuous piece of wood adorned by a
ram’s head wearing a uraeus at one end. Ur hekau was used in the
Opening of the Mouth ceremony. Held before a mummy’s en-
tombment, this ritual allowed the deceased to speak and eat in
the afterlife.

Aaron’s rod, a biblical magic wand, was made from an almond
tree. The Druid wand was made of ash, with a spiral decoration.
Sometimes a curved yew branch hung with tinkling silver bells
was used for lunar magic. Irish Druids made their wands of hazel,
rowan, or yew. Gallic Druids used oak wands.

A wand with a pinecone on its tip is used to invoke Di-
onysus. Chinese wizards used peach branches for their wands.
The Ainu people of Japan used long pieces of bamboo with
leaves attached to make their sacred wands. They whittled the
tops into spiral designs. Witch wands for divining metal are
made of rowan wood.

&) PENTACLE

A pentacle is a 5-pointed star, usually inside a circle (the circle
symbolizes unity and infinity). It corresponds to the element of
carth. North is a pentacle’s direction; its energy is female. This is
the star of the Goddess. It is pointed upward for protection, bless-
ings, consecration, meditation, and positive energy; downward
for banishing and binding. Some say you should never invert a
pentacle, but rather draw it backward for banishing or binding.
The five points (starting at the top) can represent any of the fol-
lowing sets of symbols:

* Birth, initiation, consummation, repose, death;
* Love, wisdom, knowledge, taw, power.
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tn some traditions the points represent
«  Spirit, Air, Water, Earth, Fire;
but in other traditions:

- Spirit, Water, Fire, Earth, Air.

A pentacle is also a tool used in magical workings. It is usually
placed at the center of the altar and magic worked atop it. It can
he simple or elaborate, handmade or purchased, fashioned of
w hatever you like. A pentacle that is drawn or written is called a
pentagram.

I use glass—a round sheet of glass with smooth edges. I draw
the pentacle on one side of it with a metallic magic marker. I like
plass because of its availability, transparency, and clean vibrations.
I often put something related to the spell—photograph, docu-
ments, whatever—under the glass while I work the spell. You are
supposed to break your pentacle when you move to a new home,
-0 glass has another advantage.

Pentacles are also meditation tools. They can be used to call
wpirits or invite entities. You make the sign of the pentacle by
ttacing the star in the air, or on some person or object. A silver
pentacle offers the most protection.

Do pentacles really protect? I believe so. I kept bees at
home for bee venom therapy. They escaped one day. More than
ity bees were loose in my bedroom. My little boy and I were
home alone. I closed the bedroom door, trapping them in there,
and opened the window. I managed to get out of the room
without any of them escaping, shut the door tightly and sealed
i with the sign of the pentacle. Then I remembered my son’s
Jdapers were in there, so I went back in and repeated the pro-
cess. It is in the nature of bees to fly out of windows, but this
w.s i cold, overcast day, so I wasn’t sure that they would. By
miphtfall, the bees were gone, except for the ones who never
et their box. No one got stung. [ just had a lot of honey to
«lean up. Would the bees have left anyway, without the penta-
e on the door? Probably. Did I worry a lot less because I had
put it there? Definitely.

satanists use a downward-pointing pentacle as a symbol of Sa-
tan or evil. Their perversion of our sacred symbol doesn’t make
our symbol evil any more than their inversion of the cross makes
that Christian symbol cvil.
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CHALICE

The chalice is the vessel of the Goddess, the Holy Grail. Water is
its element; its energy is female. Made of glass, metal, or wood, it
is used for:

* Mixing salt and water;

* Mixing potions;

* Invoking the power to be human, to be real, to be whole;
¢ Conjuring emotions;

+ Nurturing;

* Presenting offerings and pouring out libations;

* Drinking ritual wine (in traditions that use wine).

I'usually use my athame to pour a quantity of salt into a chalice of
water, stir it with the athame, then proceed with the spell. 1
always use tap water, but you can use spring or distilled water if
you like.

The chalice I use now is just a glass goblet from a set in my
kitchen. It sits on my altar, always full to remind me of all my
blessings. It usually just contains water, but I use rosewater when
I am giving special thanks to Isis. Water evaporates, so I wash and
refill it periodically.

CAULDRON

This is the womb of the Goddess, the cauldron of inspiration, a
place of resurrection. Its element is water, its direction is center,
and its energy is female. Cauldrons are sacred to the Welsh goddess
Cerridwen, Keeper of the Cauldron of Inspiration. They are tradi-
tionally made of cast iron and have three legs. I don’t have one
because I'm a city witch, but I'd get one if I lived in a house with a
hearth or a place where I could make fires in the yard. I'd make
pumpkin soup in my cauldron for Halloween, if I did have one. The
cauldron is used for:

* Brewing herbs and potions;

* Renewing (rebirth, regeneration, and transformation);
* Reflecting the Moon (for lunar magic);

* Jumping over (for fertility);

* Safcly burning things.
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The Metropolitan Museum of Art in New York City has a wonder-
ful ancient cauldron in their Islamic Art collection. It’s huge and
oddly shaped, has a fancy rim, and it’s made of black iron and has
three legs. I always wonder if it was used for cooking or magic.

CENSER

A censer is a vessel, usually brass, in which incense can be
burned. It corresponds to the elements of air and fire, for obvious
rcasons. Its directions are East and South. A censer may be simple
or elaborate, and is usually kept on the altar. Middle Eastern shops
and Catholic religious stores sell covered censers that come with
chains so they can be swung back and forth. These are dramatic
when used in rituals.

Put some sand or salt in the bottom of the censer. Heat
lumps of charcoal until they are red hot, then use tongs to drop
a few of them into the censer. Sprinkle solid incense—dried
herbs, gum resins, or seeds—on them. Seeds tend to pop, so
covered censers are safest. The bottom of the censer may get
very hot, even with the sand or salt, so place it on a surface that
is not likely to burn.

Censers are also good for burning incense cones. Joss sticks
can be safely burned stuck into the earth of a planter, or in ce-
ramic, metal, or wooden holders made for this purpose. Incense
is used for:

» Fumigating and smudging;

+ Purifying;

* Raising power;

» Achieving trance states;

* Banishing evil spirits;

* Encouraging and welcoming good spirits.

BROOMSTICK

I'he witch’s besom is a decorative broom used for:

« Symbolic cleansing;

= Sweeping away evil, negative influences, or bad vibes;
= Expclling evil spirits;

= Aspurging and purification (with water).
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A broom symbolizes the union of male and female, the joining of
phallic stick to feminine brush. Because of this, brooms have long
been used in fertility rites such as jumping over at handfastings or
“riding” through crops for the fertility of the land. A mistletoe be-
som is the broom of the thunder god.

BOWLS

Since water and salt are almost always used in casting spells, you
may want to have two special bowls for this purpose. My grand-
mother’s china set came with small footed bowls, so I just use
some of these from the kitchen. Witches also often have a special
bowl for making offerings to god/desses.

BELL

A bell or gong can be kept on the altar and rung to banish spirits,
entities, negativity, or anything else. It can also be used ceremoni-
ally, to indicate that a ritual is beginning or ending. Whatever use
you make of your bell, remember the old saying that you cannot
“unring” a bell.

NECKLACE

Priestesses sometimes wear a special necklace inside the circle.
This necklace is the circle of rebirth, a sign of the Goddess. It is
traditionally made of alternating jet and amber beads, but you can
select any sort of necklace that has meaning for you. I wear a gold
ankh from Egypt that I never remove, and I have a string of blue
and yellow Sumerian beads that are about 5000 years old. I don’t
see why priests can’t also have special necklaces.

CORDS

Solitary witches don’t need these unless they’re for cord magic or
knot magic. Usually made of silk and 9 feet in length, cords are
used by some traditions in coven work for:

*  Binding;

* Initiations;

* Control;

+ Taking somconce’s measure.
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There are initiation ceremonies in which novices are literally
hound, sometimes naked, to the altar. This is supposed to be a sol-
cmn, symbolic, religious act and no doubt has ancient origins. It
scems darkly sexual to me, however, and I see much potential for
abuse in it. I think it’s safest to follow the same rules for sex and
Wicca: never, ever, allow anyone to tie you up.

SCOURGE

Solitary witches don’t need this either. A scourge is a many-tailed
whip that is used by covens in some traditions. Like the flail of the
pharaohs, it is an emblem of authority. (Having lived in Egypt,
however, I suspect the pharaohs actually used them as fly whisks.)
scourges are used for:

* Severity;

» Enlightenment;

= Astral projection;

* Gaining the Sight;

* Domination/power over others;
» Initiation ceremonies.

They can even be used for punishment in hierarchal traditions in
which coven members are under the authority of a high priestess.
Forty (gentle) lashes is traditional. This seems more like “S & M”
than Wicca to me, but to each his own. Fasting is another way to
achicve the first four objectives on this list.

CELTIC TOOLS

T'he Celtic tore, a metal circlet worn around the neck, symbolizes
power and divinity. The four Tools of Power in ancient Ireland
WOETre:

+ The sword/arrow of Nuadha;

+ The spear/rod of Lugh;

* The cauldron/cup of the Dagda;
= Stone/shicld/mirror of Fal.




THE ELEMENTS

You may have been wondering why I have given elemental cor-
respondences for the tools, or even what the elements are. Earth,
air, fire, and water are the four elements of magic. They are sacred
to the Hindu goddess Shakti, who embodies the concept of en-
ergy. There is something that represents each element in the
circle when a spell is cast. This is usually:

+ Salt—earth;

¢ Incense—air;

* Candles—fire;
e Water—water.

Most of us feel an affinity for certain elements over others, and
this influences our style of practicing magic. Many things deter-
mine this affinity, including astrology, life events, and geography.

Examine your life to determine your own elements. I am a
double Taurus who collects rocks and studies herbalism. I keep
crystals and other stones on my altar, burn incense on most days,
and almost always use plants in my spells. Earth is clearly my ele-
ment, reflecting both my Sun and Moon signs. Yet most of my
spells are fire spells. Why? Perhaps because 1 almost died in a fire
as a young woman, when a building’s gas lines blew up.

I have practiced solar magic in Cairo and Los Angeles, but
don’t use it in New York. If I lived at the beach, I expect I'd be
into sea spells and lunar magic. Everything is connected. Every-
thing influences everything else.

Do you go scuba diving, bungee jumping, or mountain climb-
ing? Has your house got a fireplace, fish tank, or wind chimes? Do
you garden, fly kites, make pottery, or walk in the rain? What do
you collect? What do you fear? Examine your preferences and ac-
tivities to determine your elements.

Remember that a Wiccan who works weather magic does so
with Mother Nature, not against her.

WATER SPELLS: In spell casting, pooled water represents the oc-
cult rcalm. These are three types of water used in spells:

loly Water: usually rainwater, but some witches use water
lrtom sacred springs or holy wells, or have their own recipes. I like
1OSCWILLCT.

Shape-Changing Water: melted snow, for changes and trans-
formation.

Virgin Water: water that has never flowed through pipes: sea
water, well water, spring water, and so on.
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Rain was often made by sympathetic magic in the ancient world.
Making sounds to imitate thunder was a common shamanic tech-
nique. The Danaids, priestesses of Demeter at Argos, made rain by
pouring water through a vessel with holes in it. Native Americans

used rain dances.

Rain baths were once in vogue for healing chronic rheumatism
and nervous disorders.

Unlike rain spells, sea rituals invoked the ocean deities and
used plants like ash and sea kelp. Frankincense is a good incense

for sea rituals.

ELEMENTALS

There is more in this world than meets the eye, and elementals fall
into that category. Have you ever been transfixed as you watched a
building or a forest burn? Have you ever stood on a high balcony,
on the deck of a ship, or at the edge of a precipice and felt a sud-
den, unaccountable urge to throw yourself from it? If so, you have
experienced something of the power of elementals.

Elementals, also called devas or djinn, are said to live in the
deva kingdom or fairy realm. Envocation is one way to contact
them. You find them wherever they may be: by fireplaces, in fields,
wells, and windy places, during storms, earthquakes, and brush-
fires, at the shore—wherever an element makes itself known.

Some people have a natural affinity for a particular element,
and a natural ability to make contacts there. This can relate to
your astrological sign. Dion Fortune speaks about contacting ele-
mentals in Psychic Self-Defense:

Any elemental contact is stimulating to us, because ele-
mental beings pour forth in abundance the vitality of
their own particular sphere, and this vitalizes the corre-
sponding element in ourselves. But if a four-element
creature is drawn into the sphere of a single element be
is poisoned by an overdose of the one element in which
be finds bimself, and starved of the other three. It is Sfor
this reason that mortals in the fairy kingdom are al-
ways said 1o be enchanted or asleep."!

' pion Fortune, Psychic Self-Defense (York Beach, ME: Samuel Weiser, 1992y, p. 82,
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lllementals, except these of earth, are dangerous to work with.
They are very powerful, unpredictable, and usually destructive.
Like spirits, they are easier to summon than to banish. Fascina-
tion, mental unbalance, and obsession are all hazards of working
with them. It is a good idea to have fire insurance before working
with fire elementals, and I wouldn’t fly if I had been working with
air elementals. Dion Fortune says:

Elementals bave got a one-way intelligence, and it is not
well that they should be senior partners in any alliance
with buman beings.'?

l'or all these reasons, I work with deities rather than elementals.

T'hey are not as powerful, but are much safer. Gods and goddesses
get the job done. Work with elementals at your own risk.

CASTING SPELLS

lf you ask ten witches how to cast spells, you will definitely get
ten different answers, because each of us has our own way of
working. Magic is a very individual thing. Some witches prefer
candle spells, others like image magic or cauldron spells. There is
no right or wrong in this—just what is right for you, what works
and what doesn’t.

I will tell you how 1 cast spells, but that doesn’t mean this is
the best way for you to work. You have to practice and experi-
ment until you find your own style. Creativity is of great impor-
tance in spelicraft. (While working with this material, please refer
to Part I11.)

MAGIC CIRCLES

Imagine a circle inside a square. This is where magic happens, in a
circle cast inside the square of the cardinal points. A magic circle
is a sacred space that is prepared for rituals or magic. A sexual act
is just a sexual act unless it takes place inside a magic circle. Then
it becomes the Great Rite, a ritual of the Goddess. Quantum me-
chanics may someday explain the physics of it, but witches know
that the laws of physics operate just a little differently inside a
magic circle. Fire burns differently for one thing, and things that
do not usually explode are liable to do so.

Witches make magic circles and invoke the Lords of the
Watchtowers because it works, because this is an effective way to
make magic. Other practitioners make circles to protect them-
selves from the forces that magic can unleash, but witches do so
because circles contain and amplify the power that we raise.

You can make a magic circle by facing each of the cardinal
points in turn and invoking a god or goddess of that direction.
There is no right or wrong way to do this, just whatever feels
proper to you. I usually place a candle or a crystal to mark cach of
the quarters. I start with North, because that is where the power
is. 1 go N-E-S-W it my spell is one of invitation or increase, N-W-5-1
il it is one of decrcase or banishment. 1 describe a circle in the air
with my sword, then salute cach of the quarters with it
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Each witch has his or her own way of casting a circle. Most
Witches actually walk or dance in a circle, usually three times. I'm
far too crippled for ring dancing, so I use a method that works
within my physical limitations. You will have to experiment with
different methods until you find the one that works best for you.

A magic circle can exist in your mind, or it can have a physical
reality. It can be an actual circle of earth, candles, sand, shells
stones, bones, glitter, chalk marks, or anything else that appeals’
?o you. It can also, like mine, be a circle described in the air with
incense, a sword, or a wand. You create the circle with your
mind, using the power you channel to construct it. We call them
circles, but they are actually spheres that encapsulate the sacred
space where the witch is working.

Circular clearings in forests or groves are excellent places to
practice magic. If I lived in the country, I would have a circle of
trees planted and a slab of rock added for an altar. A circle of
standing stones, like a miniature Stonehenge, would also be ideal.
Your circle is your own, so make it any way you like.

You can create your own circle ritual or use one found in a
book or on the Internet. The invocations should be made aloud.
These can be very simple:

Hail to the Lord/Lady of the Watchtower
of the

They can also be quite elaborate, naming the deity and the pow-
crs he or she represents:

Hail Isis, Queen of the South, gentle Lady
whose strength is love. Let your spirit inform
this circle, add your will to mine.

You can write your own prayer or invocation with the informa-
ton given in Part I11. Prayers from The Book of the Dead included
tor cach direction can serve as circle invocations.

lave everything you need for the spell or ritual ready in the
place where you will make the circle. No one should enter or
leave a circle, once it is cast, until the spell is finished and the
power has been grounded. Again, there are many ways to return
the power you have channeled for the spell. T usually open my

palms face down, and imagine it flowing from me back into the
carth, I say:

Circle open/but unbroken,
Power down/to the ground.
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Never forget this step, because omitting it can leave the door
open, allowing entities or spirits to slip in and cause strange
things to happen.

MAGIC, MAJOR AND MINOR

I think of magic as being of two types, major and minor. Major
magic is more formal. It includes casting a circle, the use of tools,
and invocations. It is the most effective type. Practical magic is
worked without a circle, often uses commonplace items, and may
not require tools at all. It can also be very effective, provided your
will is strong enough and properly focused.

Any place that has good energy, that is quiet, private, and
without interruptions, will do for casting a spell. T usually work
spells in the kitchen, because most of what I need is already
there. It’s also the safest place in my house in which to burn
things. If you have a special place like a grove or garden available
to you, use it. If not, don’t let that stop you.

Spells are usually performed according to the lunar cycle:

»  Waxing Moon for spells of invitation, growth, or increase. Ex-
ample: money and fertility spells.

«  Waning Moon for discovering inner secrets and spells of ban-
ishing, binding, or decrease. Example: spells to end loneliness
or financial problems.

o Full Moon for maximum power, coven work, sex magic, love
spells, and workings of culmination.

There is great wisdom in this. I must admit, however, that, as an
urban witch who can’t see the Moon from her apartment win-
dows, I pay no attention to the Moon whatsoever. 1 did follow the
Moon, though, whenever 1 lived in a place where 1 could see it
cach night.

Spells can also be performed in accord with the Zodiac. The
Sun or Moon in each astrological sign generates the following
correspondences.

Aries: battle, beginnings

Taurus: money spells, sex magic
Gemini: communication

Cancer: psychic work, lunar magic
Leo: leadership, solar power
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Virgo: purification

Libra: balance, work in law or for justice
Scorpio: power

Sagittarius: honesty, expansion
Capricorn: overcoming obstacles
Aquarius: healing

Pisces: psychic work, endings

SPELLS AND CORRESPONDENCES

Think of correspondences as lists of ingredients. What exactly do
you do with them? Let’s take friendship as an example. The corre-
spondences for friendship are:

PLANET: Sun, Venus

ZODIAC: Aquarius

NUMBER: 3

INVOKE: Gilgamesh and Enkidu, Mitra (for intimate friendship)
PLANT: lemon, rosemary, passionflower

JEWEL: rose quartz, alabaster, turquoise, emerald (to strengthen
friendship)

Suppose you want to make new friends. First, write or find an ap-

propriate spell for this. Then using these correspondences, you
could:

+ Cast the spell at noon, when the Moon is in Aquarius;

+ Place three lemons in an alabaster bowl on the altar;

* Fill your chalice with passionfruit juice, make a potion of it by
charging it with the spell, then drink it down before you close
the circle. You could also refrigerate the potion or make a syrup
of it and drink some each time you will be meeting new people.

+  Wecar a turquoise ring until you make a new friend.

DIRECTING SPELLS

For a spell to work in the intended way, it must be properly di-
tected. You can do this with words, naming your intent aloud.
You can also use images, putting representations of the person or
thing you want the spcll to affect on the altar while you cast it.
OId spells sometimes call for hair or fingernail clippings, but I've
never used anything arcane like that. We have cameras now.
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A person need not be present for you to work magic on, for,
or against them. Anything associated with the person can be used
to direct the spell—documents, personal items, letters, gifts, pic-
tures—whatever you have. You can also write the person’s name
on a piece of paper or a candle and use that.

SPELLS AND POPPETS

A poppet is 2 humanoid figure. It can be a root, a “voodoo doll,”
a chess piece, a Barbie doll, a puppet, a paper doll, a piece of
twisted wire, or whatever you have at hand. To empower it, say,

Poppet, I name you

For magical purposes the figure then becomes that person. If you
have a photograph of the person, their face can be affixed to the
doll. Poppets should be safeguarded or destroyed once a spell has
done its work.

TIME AND SPELLS

Sometimes, the effect of a spell will be astonishingly immediate.
Sometimes, you will have to wait awhile. Be patient and believe in
your spell. Repeat your spell if you see no effect after two weeks,
making the second spell stronger. If you still see no effect, you can
assume the spell was not in accord with the universe and move on
to something else. If it’s something that’s too important for you to
drop, try approaching the problem from another direction.

DISTANCE AND SPELL WORK

Geography is not a barrier. Spells can be worked over great dis-
tances. I have often cast spells that worked from one continent to
another. A personal connection to the people or situation in-
volved is helpful with this.

MATERIALS

Don’t torment yourself trying to acquire exotic items, use whatcv-
er is available to you. Be creative. Learn correspondences, so that
you can find good substitutes when a spell calls for something,
you don’t have.
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HERBS

When spells call for herbs, you can plant them, pick them, burn
them, eat them, brew them, strew them, make floor washes or
decorate the altar with them, put them in a mojo bag—whatever
scems appropriate to the spell. Don’t ingest any herbs that are not
meant to be eaten.

Vegetable markets, florist shops, supermarkets, and health
food stores (for essential oils and herbal teas) are good places to
start. Dried herbs sold in jars as spices usually work just fine, but
fresh herbs are better. You have sources all around you. Identify
the trees that grow near your home. Find out if there is a farmer’s
market or botanical garden near you. Plant an herb garden. Study
herbalism.

CANDLES

Any type of candles can be used. You can get them from a hard-
wiare store, a supermarket, or a card shop. Tapers or votives
work well. Unscented candles are best, unless you can identify
(he scent appropriate to your spell. Vanilla candles, for instance,
are good for love spells. The colors of the candles should also be
appropriate. A stock of candles in various colors is useful to a
witch.

An all-purpose unscented white candle can be used for any
spell, no matter what color candle is called for. A white candle
hurned upside down represents a black one. It’s always a good
wlea to charge a candle before you light it. Do this by holding it in
vour hands as you concentrate on your purpose. You can also rub
(the candle with oil as you do this, but let it dry before lighting it.

INCENSE

Joss sticks, smudge sticks, little cones—the form isn’t important,
hut the scent should suit the spell. Some resins, barks, seeds,
and dried herbs can be burned directly as incense, over char-
coal, but be sure to practice fire safety when doing so. Sandal-
wood incense is like a white candle. It can be used in any spell
or ritual.

Look for incense at card shops, New Age and health food
wtores, cthnic markets, metaphysical bookstores, on the Internet,
and through other religions. Learn to make your own incensc if
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need be. Witches always have incense on hand, for use in spells
or as offerings.

STATUES/ICONS/PICTURES/POSTERS

Try museum gift shops, magical supply shops, bookstores, botani-
cas, and the Web.

PAPER

There’s no telling from what ordinary paper is made, so I like to
use papyrus or linen bond. Papyrus and flax (for linen) are plants
that can be made into paper. Papyrus comes from Egypt and may
be difficult to obtain, but linen bond is available from stationers
and office supply stores.

FORMAL MAGIC

There are five steps central to formal magic. Each plays a different
role in guaranteeing the success of your magical working.

INTENTION

Your intention focuses your spell and channels your absolute will
to succeed. I try to never do a spell unless I feel it well up inside
of me beforehand. Spells don’t work unless you are able to focus
your will. Your intent must be clear, or your spell may have unin-
tended results.

PREPARATION

The spell actually begins as you assemble your tools and materials,
because your will starts to focus itself as you gather the herbs, se-
lect the candles, choose the incense, decorate the altar, and lay
out your tools. Knowledge of correspondences is essential here,
so that you select materials appropriate to the spell.

Incense, candles, music and ceremonial dress, and makeup
or masks can all be used to make your space sacred and set the
mood for a spell. You should have something to represent cach
clement—ecarth, air, fire, water—on the altar or other working
surface.
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CAST THE CIRCLE, RAISE POWER

* Call corners (also called calling quarters): Magic relates to both
time and space. Ancient peoples divided space into the four
quarters: North, South, East, and West. Sometimes, they fur-
ther subdivided it, but the four basic directions are the crucial
ones.

*+ Cast the circle, invoking the Lords of the Watchtowers: The
ancients also assigned deities to guard each of the quarters, de-
ities to whom the power of each quarter accrued. The Lords of
the Watchtower can be male or female. By invoking them, we
call upon their spatial powers to guard and inform our magic
circles.

» Raise power: You should feel it between your hands, like the
force of two magnets that repel each other, as you invoke the
lords or ladies and cast the circle. The power, as the good
witch told Dorothy, is in you. Or, to be more precise, the abil-
ity to use the power is in you. We are conduits for the natural
power in the universe. We channel it through our bodies
when we do magical work. You effect magic with your will.
Spells, incantations, candles, herbs, and crystals are just props
that help you channel it in the desired direction.

There are eight ways to raise power:

Meditation or concentration;

Chants, spells, poetry or invocations;

Trance, or projection of the astral body;

Incense, drugs, or alcohol;

Rhythm (dancing or drumming);

6. Binding, to control the flow of blood:;

Flagellation, light scourging (traditionally fourty lashes);
8. The Great Rite (ecstatic sexual union).

N —
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I'usually use incense and psychic concentration, drawing pow-
cr from wherever I can feel it: the jet stream, an approaching
storm, trees, rain, the city, my love, my anger, my desire, the
Sun or Moon, even the universe itself. You have to experiment
with different methods in order to find the best way for you to
rais¢ power. With practice, you will come to recognize the
state of psychic readiness that tells you when you are prepared
to make magic,
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We all experience the sensation of magical power rising in
different ways. For some, it is a tingling or warmth, while oth-
ers may feel it vibrating or hear it whooshing around them.
You'll know it when you feel it, whatever form the sensation
takes for you. You will also come to know when someone
with whom you have a strong connection is casting a spell,
even if they are hundreds of miles away.

You can boost your power by invoking the Mighty Ones (the
0ld Gods), by working with spirits or elementals, by working
with other witches, by practicing regular meditation, and by go-
ing barefoot, to draw on earth energy.

Power is connected to the Moon. It increases as the Moon
waxes, decreases as it wanes. Witches are most powerful at
the Full Moon. Many witches wear their hair long because cut-
ting your hair can diminish your power. This is probably why
Joan of Arc had her hair shorn before she was burned at the
stake.

CAST THE SPELL

Perform the spell, reciting its words and carrying out whatever ac-
tions it requires. The words of a spell should be said aloud, in a
commanding voice. This is the word that “goes forth and comes
into being, so mote it be.” This manifestation of word into deed or
of thought into reality is the essence of magic.

CLOSE THE CIRCLE

Close the circle and ground the power you have raised. Clean up.
Carry out any after-spell actions required.

If you have a headache or feel dizzy after casting a spell, you
have probably not grounded the power properly. Remove your
shoes and socks, if you are still wearing them, and try it again. Go
outdoors, if necessary, and actually place your palms on the earth
while you do this. If you still feel odd, drink some water and cat
something containing sugar or carbohydrates. If you crave salt,
have something salty or drink a sports drink designed to replace
clectrolytes.
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PRACTICAL MAGIC

Practical magic uses intention and preparation, as outlined above,
(then gets right down to the spell. Visual aids and other props can
he used, or you can work the spell with your mind and will alone.
T'he possibilities for this kind of magic are limitless. Inventiveness
is the key here.

My usual method is to assemble things on a tray: candles, in-
cense, herbs, the elements, stones or crystals, and things that rep-
resent what 1 am trying to manifest. As with any spell, I make
careful choices in selecting the materials. 1 leave the tray like that
lor several days or a week, until I feel it has done its work. I may
light the candles or burn the incense if 1 feel like it, or talk to the
tray in passing, stating my purpose aloud. If T see no results, I re-
cast the spell formally, with a circle.

Spell bottles can also be used in this way. Everything needed
lor the spell is assembled in a bottle, which can then be buried.

Balloons can be used for spells. Blow one up, write a name or
draw a face on it saying,

Balloon, I name you

You can then pop it to deflate someone’s overblown ego, let a lit-
tle air out of it every day to decrease someone’s influence, or set it
adrift (on air or water) to release someone else, or yourself.

Meditate on ordinary items like keys, ice, pockets, bird cages,
mirrors, and photo albums. Use the witch’s way of thinking, and I
am sure you will invent more spells than I ever could.
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An invocation is a formal calling upon a god or goddess.
Witches work with both the goddess (female) and god (male)
energy of the universe, the yin and yang of being. The balance or
tension between the two kinds of energy, their polarity, is the
source of magic. The names of goddesses and gods are bekau,
words of power that are chanted to strike a desired vibration in
the universe. They are keys that open the correct doors and
channel energy in intended directions.

Ancient deities (except for the Great Goddess, who is the uni-
verse) are thought forms. They are human creations in which par-
ticular powers have been invested over hundreds or thousands of
years. For example, Aphrodite rules love and sexuality, Neptune
rules the oceans, Jehovah/Allah rules power over others, Isis rules
help and protection, and Brighid rules healing.

Ancient prayers can be used to form new invocations. This last in-
vocation could be used to invite any deity:

(adjective) (name of deity),
come thou near.
Mighty Thor, come thou near.
Golden Aphrodite, draw thou near.
Goat Pan, I call thou to me.

Marduk, King of Kings Mary, Queen of Sorrows

Nut, Mighty One of Valor Carmenta, Revealer of Wisdom

God/desses can also be invoked in special places, at certain times
of the day or year, or in particular lunar or solar cycles, and with
images, herbs, numbers, and colors.

Knowledge of mythology is helpful with this. Don’t worry
about it if you are not sure how to pronounce a deity’s name. It is
my experience that invocations have just as much power if you
say the name incorrecily. Intent is what matters.

Deities often have more than one name, or different spellings
of their names:

Amon/Amun/Amen/Ammon Chango/Shango/Xango
Hela/Hel Uranus/Ouranos
Ra/Re Bast/Bastet/Ubastet

For some reason, Ammon, Hela, Ra, Chango, Uranus, and Bastet
seem more powerful to me than the other variations of their
names. There is no logic in this, but I follow it in my spells. You
can do the same, using those names and titles of any deity that
evoke the strongest response from you.

EGYPTIAN INVOCATIONS

I often use Arabic to invoke Egyptian god/desses:

Ya, Thoth Ya, Hathor
Ya, Isis Ya, Ma’at

The Arabic greeting “ya” functions as “yo” does in Brooklyn (think
of Rocky yelling, “Yo, Adrian!”). The a is pronounced like the a in
apple. No expert has the faintest idea how the vowels of the hi-
eroglyphic language were pronounced, so feel free to say Egyp-
tian names any way that sounds right to you. I sometimes use
modern Arabic (Egyptian dialect) pronunciations for Egyptian
god/desses (“th™ pronounced as 17 long vowels, rolled s and
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so on). The following invocations are adapted from The Egyplican
ook of the Dead."®

For a fire goddess:

Mistress of Flames, Lady of Strength, Dispenser of
Light

Blazing Fire, Lady of Unquenchable Flames, she with
tongues of flame which reach afar, the Slaughtering
One, irresistible, through which we may not pass . . .
l'or a battle goddess:
Lady of Terrors, the Sovereign Lady, Mistress of
Destruction, who uttereth the words which drive
back the destroyers, she who delivereth from
destruction . . .

l'or astral or Uranus goddesses:

Lady of Heaven, Mistress of the World, Lady of
Mortals, greater than all men!

l'or any goddess who is honored in your home:

Lady of the Altar, the Mighty Lady to whom offerings
are made . . .

For a Sun goddess:

Lady of Light, the Mighty One to whom we cry
aloud . . .

l'or a goddess in her dark aspect:
I know thee and I know thy name, Goddess with
the back-turned face, keeper of secret things, the

overthrower, “Sword that smiteth when its name
is uttered” is thy name.

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For death goddesses:

Lady of the loud voice, the Terrible One who causes
those who entreat her to cry, the Fearful One who
feareth not . . .

Terrible One, Lady of the Rainstorm, who planteth
ruin in human souls, devourer of our dead bodies,
the orderer and creator of slaughters who cometh
forth to judge.

WRITING SPELLS

_rhe cadence of rhyming words carries great power in magic.
The Wiccan Rede tells us:

To bind the spell every time—
Let the spell be spake in rbyme."”

Rhymes have more power than blank verse because rhythm can
be used to make magic. A rhyming dictionary can be very helpful
with this. Begin by writing short spells. Need inspiration? Just
look around you.

Air surround

Plants abound
What was lost
I make found.

Candle glows
Water flows
Goddess knows
Our love grows.

By the Sun and by the sea
Let good fortune come to me.

By the corners of the Moon
I witch good things to happen soon.

By the stars that shine above
Let me soon find true love.

By the grass, sparkling with dew,
I make my heart’s wish to come true.

Litde spells like this are charms, easy to create. You'll be able to
create them on the spur of the moment once you have some ¢x-
pericnce. ‘Then you can progress to writing real spells.

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CORRESPONDENCES

The first step in writing a spell is to research the correspondences
that relate to the subject of your spell. These include the gods or
goddesses you want to invoke, the colors and plants you want to
use, the planet under which the spell falls, and anything else that
will strengthen your spell. This book is full of such information.

If your topic has numerous correspondences, select those that
seem most meaningful or powerful to you. A spell can be simple
or complex, but it must be specific. You cannot achieve your in-
tended result unless you clearly build it into the spell.

I entreat you, Holy Mother,
Send it to me and to no other.

If the spell has a time factor, include that as well.

This spell shall lose its force
When the Moon has run its course.

CREATING SPELLS

The easiest way to teach you how to write a spell is by example.
Study the correspondences in Part II (Love), then consider these
example spells:

SPELL FOR BRINGING LOVE INTO YOUR LIFE

Aphrodite is an appropriate deity to whom both men and women
may appeal:

I in She and She in me
Aphrodite of the Sea
O mighty Aphrodite,
Let love find me!

The strongest spells employ props and actions as well as words.
In this case, you can complete the spell by getting five pink or or-
ange balloons (heart-shaped ones if you like), writing your name
on slips of red paper with silver ink, and putting one in each bal-
loon before it is filled with helium. Do this on a Thursday. Attach
peacock feathers to each balloon and tie them to your altar over-
night. Scatter herbs of love on the altar. Then burn five pink can-

dles and rose, patchouli, or some other appropriate incense (awiy
from the balloons!). Using the list of god/desses from Part II
(Love), invoke those deities who grant the type of love you hope
to find. Pray. Take the balloons outside on Friday and separate
them. Release them one by one, as close as possible to the place
where you live. As you release each balloon say:

I in She and She in me
Aphrodite of the Sea
O mighty Aphrodite,
Let love find me!

A similar spell could be created with a net, if you live near the
ocean or a mighty river. Use symbolism of casting a net upon the
waters and invoke Aphrodite in her Fish Goddess aspect.

If you wish to attract a lover rather than love, perform the
spell over a bowl of fruit: figs to attract a female lover, bananas to
attract a male, both if you're hoping for an orgy. Charge the bowl
with the spell, then eat the fruit. Wear something orange for sev-
cral days thereafter.

SPELL TO FIND A HUSBAND

‘The Egyptian goddess Hathor grants husbands to those whom she
loves. Gold and turquoise can be used to invoke her, so this spell
uses a necklace made of them.

Cast this spell at midnight on a Friday, when the Moon is wax-
ing or full. Decorate the altar for a love spell, using roses and the
color red. Include an image of Hathor if you can get one. Place the
card of the Emperor from a tarot deck at the center of the altar,
atop the pentacle. Cast a circle. Swing the necklace like a pendu-
lum, back and forth over the card, as you say:

Send me the Emperor, the good king of my life,
The man who will love me as both witch and wife.
Make him kind and never cruel,

Let him treasure me as a jewel.

Give me a home and give me a hearth,

A safe space for worship and freedom from want.
Send me the Emperor, the good king of my life
The man who will love me as both witch and wife.
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Repeat this seven times, swinging the necklace over the card. Close
the circle. Wear the necklace until a husband appears. (Men can
craft a spell that invokes Ah Kin, who brings wives to bachelors.)

SPELL TO ATTRACT THE
ATTENTION OF THE ONE YOU DESIRE

Get essential oil or extract of marjoram. This is often sold in
health food stores and vitamin shops. If you cannot locate it, get
dried marjoram from a gourmet shop or supermarket and put it in
a glass jar or bottle with just enough olive or sunflower oil to
cover it. Seal it tightly and leave it in the Sun for a week, then
strain off the oil and use that for the spell.

Take a big orange candle and set it in a dish of glue on your al-
tar. A picture of the person or a slip of paper with their name
written on it can be put in the glue. Cast a circle. Light the candle
and perform the following spell, charging the oil with it.

By the four posts of my bed

I turn your head,

I turn your head.

By my loins and by my thighs
I draw your eyes,

I draw your eyes.

With marjoram and a bowl of glue

I make you think of me as I think of you.
I cause you to look at me,

I cause you to look at me

I make you enchanted by what you see.

Keep the candle on the altar until it burns out and the glue sets
completely. Don’t worry if melted wax mixes with the glue, just
leave it alone until everything hardens.

Wear the oil as perfume until the spell works. Make a surrep-
titious trail of it from that person to yourself. Do this on a map if
the person lives far away. Put several drops of the oil on your
doorstep.

Note that, if the spell does not include the last two lines, you
may attract the person’s attention without attracting his or her
affection.
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CLOSING SPELLS

The usual closing for a spell is, “So mote it be.” I have no idea
where that phrase originated. It may be nothing but pseudo-
arcana, so [ prefer to end spells in this way:

I make this the Word
That goes forth and comes into being.

This manifestation closing, derived from ancient Egyptian sources,
can be altered in any way you like, for example,

I send this Word forth
And bring it into being.

LANGUAGES

Spells can be written in any language you understand, ancient or
modern, as long as they make sense. Your communication with
the universe is actually psychic. Mystical-sounding nonsense
words will not work unless you have a firm idea of what they
mean to you.

INSPIRATION

It may be difficult for you to get started in this if you are not accus-
(omed to creative writing, but there are things you can do to un-
block yourself. Use moonlight and white candles for inspiration.
Pray to Isis, Lady of Spells (an Egyptian goddess), Ogma, for words
ol bespelling (a Celtic god), Kamrusepas, Goddess of Spells (a
Hittite/Hurrian goddess), or Thoth (the Egyptian god of creativity,
writing, and magic).

SOURCES

tse a thesaurus to expand your vocabulary and find more creative
ways of expressing yourself. The holy books of other religions
«the Rig Veda, the Bible, the Book of the Dead) can be sources of
mspiration. These lines, for example, are from the Koran, and can
he used to cast a wind spell:
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By the emissary winds

Sent one after another

By the raging hurricanes

Which scatter clouds to their destined places
Then separate them one from another'®

These, also from the Koran, could be used for casting a spell that
relates to time:

THE CRAFT

By the stars that run their courses

And the night when it departs

And the morning when it brightens.’

It isn’t all that difficult to write a spell. Try it and see what hap-
pens. Don’t worry if your early spells aren’t very effective, you'll
get better at it with practice.

INTRODUCTION

D isengagement from the world is the highest spiritual path of
ITinduism; not so in Wicca. Active, positive engagement with the
world around us is the way of the witch. Witchcraft usually be-
pins on a personal level, with spells for love, money, or wishes. As
witches mature in the craft, however, they become adept at rais-
mg power and using it. Bearing witness to the transformational
power of magic, magic starts to turn outward and be used for the
rood of others.

Participation in life does not mean we should be magical busy-
hadies, casting spells every time we see things in people’s lives
that we think need fixing. Magical ability is not a license to im-
posc or intrude, especially not on people whose belief systems
lorbid magic. Some witches say that, if you use magic on some-
one’s behalf without their permission, the positive energy you put
lorth will be returned to you negatively—threefold. People gener-
ally ask for help when they need it, especially from witches.

We use our sensitivity and intuition to hear cries for help in
whatever form they may take. A cry for help can be subtle, so we
must pay attention to what people are not saying as well as to
what they are saying. We use our experience and common sense
o decide whom we should help, and to determine how and
when we should help them. We definitely do impose our will on
people who are doing great harm—people like serial killers, rap-
~ts,and tyrants. But we also recognize those situations wherein
people must help themselves. We do the best we can, but know
that we cannot help everyone or fix everything. We know that
witcheraft is about what we can give, not what we can get. We
+Iso know that, in accordance with the Law of Three, the more
we give, the more we will get. We put forth positive energy and
1ccept the blessings that flow to us in return.
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Community renewal, healing, helping a couple to have a child,
binding criminals, protecting sacred places, averting storms, help-
ing a spirit move into the light, resolving conflicts, finding lost chil-
dren—these are all examples of the work of a witch in the world.

This section explores several areas in which the craft may be
used. Goddesses are listed before gods in the invocation lists (they
have been separated in the shorter lists by a semicolon). Groups of
god/desses and beings of dual or ambiguous gender are listed at the
top of the lists. Don’t be confused by the fact that there are differ-
ent gods and goddesses with the same names. For example, Don is
the Celtic mother goddess as well as a Celtic pantheon god. Sin is
the Irish fairy goddess as well as the Mesopotamian Moon god.
Kwan-Yin is both the Chinese god and goddess of the Southern Sea.
Recommended plants are denoted with a star (). With the excep-
tion of the usual fruit, vegetables, and culinary herbs, they are
meant as charms only and not to be eaten.

CREATIVITY

—I-I-ICI‘C are old superstitions about ways to distract witches, but if
vou want to distract a whole room full of us, all you have to do is
start talking about food. Most witches are great cooks. No sur-
prise there, since cooking utilizes some of the same talents used
in spellcasting: creativity, knowledge of herbs, an eye for design,
and the ability to apply oneself seriously to the task at hand. A
pinch of this, a dash of that, add fire, and voild. Cooking and
mugic both provide tangible results.

Witches are creative people, as the number of personal
witchcraft sites on the Web demonstrates. Many witches are
professional craftspeople. This is a direct result of our religion.
To make anything is to participate in the great creative nature of
the Goddess. Whether it be through poetry, gardening, wood-
working, fabric arts, smithcraft, pottery, or sculpture, creation is
holy, a sacred task. Many witches have found their path through
their craft.

So far as I know, the Bronze Age and early Iron Age
smiths who, like the poets and pbysicians, came under
the direct patronage of the Muse, never embellished
their work with meaningless decoration. Every object
they made—sword, spear-bead, shield, dagger, scabbard,
brooch, jug, barness-ring, tankard, bucket, mirror, or
what-not—bad magical properties to which the shape
and number of its various decorations testified.’

FERTILITY

Fertility has become an issue in the West, as we delay having
children into our thirties, our forties, and beyond. The fertility of
Farth and all her creatures is also of concern to witches, who try
to live in harmony with nature. The myth that witches fly on
broomsticks came from the practice of “riding” broomsticks
through fields to ensure good crops. A broomstick isn’t necessary,
however. You can simply walk through a field or around a gar-
den, channeling the life force, to achieve the same result.

If you are trying to have a child and medical science has failed
you, magic is definitely the way to go.

« Get in touch with the Goddess, the universe, god, the Big En-
ergy—call it by whatever name you will. Communing with the
Moon, which rules semen, menstruation, and the womb, is a
good way to do this. When you can feel the creative energy of
the universe, the urge toward life, draw it into yourself. Don’t
be discouraged if it takes you some time to learn to do this.
Practice it on a regular basis, especially when the Moon is full.

« Children choose their parents, not the other way around.
Make a place in your heart, your home, and your life for the
baby. Take a concrete step: buy a teddy bear, stop smoking,
get out your childhood toys, write a poem, set up a room—
whatever feels right to you. Trust yourself.

« Practice the magic and rituals that feel appropriate to you,
your partner, and your situation.

+ When you are ready, address the universe. Speak to the pool of
souls awaiting rebirth. Inform them that you are ready to host a
soul, and that you promise to be the best possible parent/s for the
child that chooses you. Fill yourself with love for the yetto-he-
conceived child, because love overcomes all physical obstacles.

« Wait patiently, remain committed to your goal. A soul may
have already chosen you, but is waiting for the planets to linc
up so that it can come through at the right karmic time. Keep
following whatever medical regimine you have heen follow-
ing, if that feels right to you.
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* Be open to the idea that biology isn’'t everything. Consider
adoption or fostering a child. The soul that chooses you may
be born to someone else, but may nevertheless become your
child. Egyptian mythology gives us the example of Isis adopt-
ing her nephew, Anubis, the jackal-headed god who had been
abandoned as an infant. She reared him and he became her de-
voted ally.

She spent weeks in the hospital and
then in a wheelchair. The physical recovery was nothing, how-
cver, compared to her emotional trauma. The healing took time
s all healing does. When she was ready to try something new’
~he stopped seeing her fertility doctor, got in touch with the unii
verse, and had a healthy second child.

HEALTH AND HEALING

It is incumbent upon us, as witches, to use the craft in positive
ways. Healing—whether of people, animals, nature, or situa-
tions—is a wonderful use of our skills. This is the thing for which
people most often seek our help.

Doctors swear the Hippocratic Oath before they begin to prac-
tice medicine. They swear by Apollo the Physician to do no harm,
an oath very like our witch’s law. Basic knowledge of herbalism,
psychology, and astrology can help a witch to help others. Com-
mon sense is also important, however. Magic isn’t the answer to ev-
ery problem, so we must not hesitate to refer people to doctors,
12-Step Programs, or counseling. We should practice complementa-
ry medicine, using magic to augment medical or psychological care.

I know a lot about healing because 1 have multiple sclerosis. I
think of the disease as a dragon that sleeps curled around my
spinc, a kind of reverse kundalini energy. Sometimes the dragon
sleeps. At other times, it awakens, stretches, and breathes fire.
There is a renewed need for healing with each attack. I battle this
dragon with witchcraft. 1 seldom go to doctors or take medi-
cation. Instead, T have sustained myself with herbs, bee venom,
magic, and positive thinking. It works. T am supposed to be blind
and in a wheelchair by now, according to the doctors, but T am
not. I will never again be as I once was, but I am doing much bet-
ter than expected. Healing is something that witches do well.

I have tried to see MS as a gift rather than an affliction. It has
destroyed my former life, taking from me everything that 1 oncc
had. But it has given me other things. Because of it, I have had
time to read, to study, to write, to find my way to the Goddess,
and to grow spiritually. It has made me a better human being. It
gave me my marriage and my son. It took me to Egypt. It allowed
me to discover the witch within me. I have, at times, been blind
or bedridden, but it has not been all bad.

Iliness can be instructive, and MS has taught mc a lot. I have
learned that we are not our bodies. This simple truth is one that
took me a long time to learn. My body is sick, not L I'm just finc,
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1r?s1de my malfunctioning shell. In our normal preoccupation with
diet, fashion, beauty, and fitness, it is easy to lose sight of the fact
that our bodies are only containers for our real selves.

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Accentuate tbe Positive, Eliminate tbe Negative: You must be
absolutely ruthless in cutting negative people, habits, and situa-
tions out of your life. Your very survival may depend on this. Any-
one who really cares about you will understand that you need a
positive attitude and environment in order to get well.

Take Control: Be in charge. It’s your body, your life, your dis-
ease, condition, or problem, not your doctor’s. You cannot simply
hand it to another and expect that person to deal with it for you.
Be a partner, not a patient. Knowedge is power, so empower
yourself by learning all you can about what ails you. Taking con-
trol will make you feel better. Be open to alternative medicine and
therapies, but don’t get taken in by charlatans. Seek spiritual help
if you need it.

Major, Chronic, and Terminal Illnesses: Diagnosis can be a
great shock, one from which some people never recover. Dr.
Elisabeth Kiibler-Ross, who has done great work on the subjects
of death and dying, outlines the stages of reaction to diagnosis as

follows:

denial (not me!)
anger (why me?)
bargaining
depression
acceptance

I was never angry about having MS, but I did experience these
other stages. I can tell you that you should work toward accep-
tance rather than getting stuck at another stage. Acceptance
brings peace, the inner peace required for healing.

We will all die one of these days, no matter how gifted we are
at healing or magic. I feared death as obliteration—the Big Sleep—
until I found peace in the Goddess, who brings reunion with those
who have gone before. If you are facing death with fear or dread,
study reincarnation.

Use Magic: Use magic to augment medical care. Spells work for
some kinds of healing, but not for others. I have found that a mag-
ical attitude is better for dealing with chronic illness.
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HEALING OTHERS

Sick and distressed people are naturally drawn to witches. The
quality of our energy attracts them, I suspect. We are not physi-
cians, but we are metaphysicians. We can treat the psychic body.
It is our sacred duty to the Goddess to offer whatever help and
comfort we can when people come to us for it.

Tea and Sympatby: 1 always tell people that, if a witch offers
you a cup of tea when you aren’t feeling well, accept it! This is
the simplest thing that we can do for people: boil water, infuse
the herbs or tea bag, add lemon, sugar, honey, a shot of rum, or
whatever we have on hand that will make someone feel better. A
cup of tea prepared by a witch can be a magic potion. Long be-
lore I knew I was a witch, I noticed that people felt better when
they drank the tea I made for them, if I made it with the intention
of helping them.

Listening to people, really listening to what bothers them, is
important. Draw them out by giving them your complete atten-
tion, without judgment or comment. Let them vent. This alone
can make someone feel better. It can also help you diagnose the
actual problem. A person may be nauseous because they literally
cannot stomach something in his or her life, or may have eye
problems because of a refusal to see something. When people
complain about a chronic malady or situation, always ask them
‘What do you think you should do about this?” You will find thaé
people often already know their solution or remedy, but just have
not accessed that information. Never underestimate the power of
tea and sympathy.

Laying-On of Hands: Touch can be a healing thing, especially
tor the elderly, or others who do not have enough physical
contict. You can summon power and channel it as healing en-
crpy into a person by hugging them. Almost everyone responds
(o massage. Holding someone while they have a good cry is an-
other healing gesture. When something prevents you from
touching a person, summon the power, steeple your fingers,
and direct it to them in that way. The last time I did this, the
patient, who had been overmedicated, suddenly began vomit-
iy and immediately felt better.
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Healing Circles: Covens and other groups of witches can do
good work in healing circles, uniting to channel energy to a spe-
cific person, group, or situation.

Remote Healing: You don’t have to have physical contact, or
even be near a person, to help him or her heal. All you have to do
is raise power, concentrate on the person and the ailment, then
channel energy with the intent of destroying the tumor, easing
the pain, or helping the heart to pump. This is advanced work,
work that may take some time and practice to master. This is
what witches usually do for each other when one is ill or under
great stress. They send energy.

SPELLS FOR HEALING
FIRE SPELL

Make an image that represents the disease, injury, condition, or
problem. This can be a poppet, or something ugly labeled with
the disease. It can also be a piece of paper with alcoholism, HIV,
asthma, or drug abuse written on it. Make the image something
that represents the problem, something that will burn.

Burn this image with healing herbs inside a circle of white can-
dles, invoking any healing gods or goddesses who appeal to you. If
you are making this spell on behalf of someone else, place their
photograph or something that evokes them inside the circle. Say:

By I destroy you.
By I am/you are healed.

Be forewarned, however, I have not found magic to be effective
in treating addictions of any kind unless the person is out of denial
and asking for help. Great selfishness often underlies addiction, so
many people never reach the stage at which you can help them.
Move on.

THE BEAUTY WAY

In her book Motherpeace: A Way to the Goddess Through Myth,
Art and Tarot, Vicki Noble suggests the Navajo Beauty Way ritual
for treating rape victims. Try this prayer:

The world before me is restored in beauty.
The world behind me is restored in beauty.
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The world below me is restored in beauty.
The world above me is restored in beauty.
All things around me are restored in beauty.
My voice is restored in beauty.

It is finished in beauty.

It is finished in beauty.?

I think this is a great idea. The Beauty Way ritual can also be used
to treat people who are working out issues of incest or child
abuse, emerging from domestic abuse, war, or any other violent
situation. The Beauty Way is about survival, about healing and
wholeness. The full Navajo ceremony takes several days to com-
plete, including a sand painting made by the shaman who per-
forms it. This prayer, which is part of a much longer one, can be
used with purification rites to form a Wiccan healing ritual.

COLD FIRE

A doctor discovered that I could bring fevers down. It takes a lit-
tle practice, but I'll bet that most natural witches can do it. Use
the Cornish invocation to St. Brigit:

Three ladies came from the East
One with fire and two with frost
Out with thee, fire, and in with thee, frost.*

This can be used in conjunction with a laying-on of hands. To re-
move fever from someone, summon an energy like cold fire from
vour body. I usually do this by invoking the Snow Queen, who
was always a goddess to me.

Direct the energy into your hands, then lay them on the per-
son’s neck or forehead. Make the cold fire flow into the person
until you feel it confront the fever. When you feel the fever, set
up a second channel to draw it into your own body. It may be
casiest for you to use your receptive hand to draw the fever, the
other to deliver the cold fire. Do this until you feel the cold fire
has overcome the fever. If the person is shivering with fever, di-
rect the heat out of the body and onto the skin while you fight the
tever. It may help to wrap your arms around the subject.

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This technique is not a substitute for aspirin or other fever-
reducers. It is something you can do while waiting for the medi-
cine to kick in. It can also be used in emergencies, when there is
no medication. You may feel a bit flushed for a while afterward,
but you will not actually take on the fever. Fevers are cyclical, so
you may need to repeat the spell whenever the fever spikes.

LAW AND JUSTICE

As we mature in the craft, there comes a desire to reach out
and do some good in the world. Work in law and justice is an ex-
ccllent outlet for this. There is much good that a witch or a coven
can do. Crime prevention, justice spells, binding criminals, influ-
¢ncing sentencing, preventing passage of laws that limit freedom,
and helping authorities solve unsolved crimes are all good ways to
he of service.

There have been recent cases in the United States of children
forbidden to wear pentacles to school, schools banning Wicca,
cven witches threatened with losing their jobs or children be-
cause of their religion. Witches in legal professions are the ones
hest able to protect all of us from bigotry, ignorance, and religious
intolerance, but there are ways we can all help.

Freedom of religion is of paramount importance to witches—
Ircedom of religion for all. When Congress considered passing a
law forcing public schools to post the Judeo-Christian Ten Com-
mandments, American witches were outraged by this proposed
mfringement of the constitutional guarantee of separation of
church and state. We wrote thousands of letters to schools and
Liwmakers. Our letters did not insist that the Wiccan Rede be
posted alongside the Ten Commandments. On the contrary, they
msisted that, if the Ten Commandments were posted, the sacred
« odes of all religions should be posted along with them.

Witches need to be vigilant lest the witch hunts begin again.
Wicca seeks no converts, engages in no proselytyzing, yet our num-
bers swell each year. Even though we live and let live, state reli-
puons and quasi-state religions may begin to feel threatened as our
numbers grow. 1 doubt it will be long before some witch some-
where sues to have a Yule pentacle erected beside the Hanukkah
menorah and Christmas nativity scene. Our best defense is a proac-
tve approach. Vigilance requires that we work to protect every-
onc’s right to worship as they choose, that we protect it by writing
leters, signing petitions, and doing whatever clse we can.
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There are historians who claim that nine million witches and
accused witches were put to death during the Burning Times.
That number sounds high to me, but who can say for sure? I
would like to see the Catholic Church legally challenged in the
World Court (or the international court of public opinion) to re-
lease all records from the Inquisition. I'd also like them to apolo-
gize for their historical atrocities against us and other Pagan
peoples.

What goes around, comes around. The universe eventually
rights all wrongs. Remember that if the legal system fails you or
your spell doesn’t seem to work.

BLUE JUSTICE SPELL

This is a spell for affecting outcomes. It uses the color blue—par-
ticularly cobalt blue, ultramarine, royal blue, electric blue, or any
vibrant shade of dark blue. This is not a judgment spell; it does
not attempt to find facts, determine justice, affix blame or penal-
ties. This is a justice spell that invites the universe to step in and
right a wrong, to restore balance where imbalance exists.

The final outcome is left to the Goddess, whose notion of jus-
tice may differ from ours, whose sense of time is eternal, who
applies the Law of Three without pity. Justice may result immedi-
ately, or it may take karmic form. In the end, however, justice will
prevail.

This spell has two parts and can be used for any matter at
law: civil proceedings, criminal cases, trials, or administrative
hearings. Binding and banishing spells can be used to augment
it. As always, you can modify the spell in any way you like to suit
your circumstances.

Justice has been much on my mind as I write this book. They
say every family has one (a problem child), and in mine it is a
brother—a brother long ago disowned, disavowed, and disin-
herited for “crimes” like keeping himself supplied with beer and
cigarettes while his children went without. We always knew he’d
wind up in jail but thought it would be for drugs or fraud.

Instead, my brother beat his girlfriend to death. “Damn
shame,” he said. I cast the following spell. He was denied bail and

kept in jail for over two years awaiting trial. I cast some form of

this spell each time his trial was supposed to begin, and cach time
it was postponed. Finally, he plead guilty to manslaughter and ac-
cepted a deal that will keep him in prison for scveral years. | was
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very satisfied with that outcome, since it saved my family the
trauma of a trial. I hope my brother will learn what he should
from this hard lesson, emerge from prison a productive hum:n
being, and never again harm anyone (including himself).

For this spell you’ll need:

* A tall blue candle (I used a big votive, the sort of glass-encascd
candle that you see left on doorsteps and beside roads after
tragedies);

* Frankincense (it usually comes in a blend with myrrh, which is
fine; cedar or sandalwood could be substituted);

* A blindfolded female poppet (I used a black female candle,
with a strip of white Egyptian cotton for the blindfold);

* Dark-blue glitter, several vials;

= Sea salt (substitute ordinary salt if necessary);

* A bowl of water;

* A tray or other surface on which to work the spell d use a co-
balt blue tray with a Sun/Moon/stars pattern on it, a cheap tin
thing on which I often cast spells, but you can use anything
you like).

OPTIONAL:

* A scale, the old-fashioned kind with two balances; this is a sym-
bol of justice that can be placed on the altar while you are
working the spell;

* An ostrich feather, if you can get one, to decorate the altar (I
don’t have a scale or ostrich plume, so I use a set of three
black stone pyramids from Egypt. They are inscribed with
heiroglyphs including the only one T know how to read, the
feather of Ma’at.);

+ If you have one, wear a diamond from the time you begin the
spell until the case is concluded.

Some witches say you should never mix deities from different cul
tures in a spell or ritual, but I work mainly with god/desses and
tmd it can be very effective to do so. The caveat here is that the
deitics must correspond in some way to each other or to the spell.
Fhis spell invokes several justice god/desses from the Greco
Roman, Celtic, and Egyptian panthcons.

Maat is the Egyptian goddess of truth, justice, and social or
der-“The ostrich plume, her symbol, beciaime @ heiroglyph that
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represented her name as well as those concepts. It is this feather
against which Osiris weighs your heart on the scale in the Hall of
Justice to determine your eligibility for eternal life.

Mabon is the Welsh god of youth, son of the mother goddess
Modron. As a son of light, he intercedes with the Matrix on behalf
of humans. Mabon, who was stolen as a baby and wrongfully im-
prisoned, also rules justice.

BLUE JUSTICE SPELL: PART ONE

Arrange the altar or working surface in your usual way, then add
everything you will need for this spell.

* Inscribe the candle with the feather of Ma’at, then write her
name on it. (I used a metallic marking pen, writing on the
glass.)

» Stand the blindfolded poppet in the bowl of water and place
that on the tray with the candle and incense.

* Add anything you have that relates to the crime or dispute on
the altar: photographs, newspaper clippings, legal documents,
letters, evidence, etc.

* Call quarters and cast a circle.

+ Light the incense and the candle.

* Pour the sea salt and blue glitter into the tray as you say:

By Justicia I rock the scales
By Libra I bring them back into balance
I call down justice
By Nemesis, by Tisiphone
By Dike and Athena
I call down Blue Justice
By Justicia the scales are rocked
By Libra they are brought back into balance
Let it it rain Blue Justice
By Nemesis, by Tisiphone
By Dike and Athena
Let it rain Blue Justice on
Let it rain Blue Justice for

Repeat this as many times as feels necessary to you. Use your
athame to stir the glitter and salt together. Close your cyes, open
your palms, and pray to Ma’at. Tell her what result you would like
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the spell to have, but acknowledge her right to effect justice as
she sees fit.

» Close the circle and ground power.

+ Pour the melted wax over the poppet. Leave the altar set up
that way.

+ Lach day, for several days, burn the candle and more incense.
Pour the wax over the poppet each time, praying to Ma’at.

+ Mix the ash from the incense into the glitter and salt.

I'his part of the spell can be cast at any time: before a proceeding
hegins, or while it is underway.

BLUE JUSTICE SPELL: PART TWO

I'his next part should be done at a signifigant point—for instance,
at the start of a trial, the beginning of jury selection, or when de-
lihcrations begin.

« Dress in blue clothes.

+ Remove the blue justice powder from the tray. Clean up,
throwing the poppet and candle away. The poppet can also be
buried or destroyed. If you like, and if it is possible, it can be
left outside the person’s home in a place where they will be
sure to see it, mailed to them, or buried on their property or
near the courthouse. For urban magic, consider throwing it
away in a trash receptacle at the court.

« Take the powder to the courthouse. (This is best done late at
night or on a holiday or weekend, when you are least likely to
be noticed or interrupted.)

+ Stand before the courthouse and recite these words over the
powder (change or omit the first part of the spell if you are not
of Celtic descent): '

Hail Mabon, Son of Modron

My Celtic blood calls out to thee,
It cries for Celtic justice

It requires victory.

Hail Mabon, Son of Modron!

I commend your Celtic justice,

I call you to this place

To command your Celtic justice.
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By your power, I transform this building into a Palace
of Justice,

By your power, this building is transformed.

I make of it a place where right is known from wrong,

A place where Truth is known from lies,

A place with judges fair and honest.

By Mabon’s power I enchant this powder,

With Mabon’s power I enchant this powder.

By the power of Mabon

I command Justice be done here.

Sprinkle the powder everywhere that the judge, jury, defendant,
or plaintiff are likely to walk: on the steps, outside the courtroom,
at entrances and elevators, wherever you have access. Make an in-
voking circle around the entire courthouse if possible (by sprin-
kling the powder as you walk clockwise). Say or think “Blue
Justice!” as you sprinkle the powder. When you have finished, re-
turn to the front of the courthouse and pray again to Ma’at. Thank
her and Mabon for considering the case, and for their anticipated
intercession.

Keep the phrase “Blue Justice” in your mind until the legal
proceedings are concluded. Get everyone else who wants the
same outcome to keep thinking about blue justice as well. If the
attorney or prosecutor who represents your interest is open to
such a thing, tell her or him to think “Blue Justice” every time the
case seems to be going against them.

Dress in bluc if you attend the trial.

_I-;IC law of the Goddess is love,” Starhawk tells us in The Spiral
Dance, “passionate sexual love, the warm affection of friends, the
fierce protective love of mother for child, the deep comradeship
of the coven. There is nothing amorphous or superficial about
love in Goddess religion,” she goes on to say. “It is always specif-
ic, directed toward real individuals, not vague concepts of human-
ity. It includes ourselves and all our fallible human qualities.”>
I get lots of mail asking for love spells, and almost as many let-
ters from people who have created problems for themselves with
love spells. Love spells are tricky for several reasons.

Etbics: The most effective love spells are those that compel some-
one to love or want you. You cast them oz the object of your de-
sire, imposing your will upon that person. These spells work. You
get what you wanted (or thought you wanted), but you violate
the law. What you put forth gets returned to you threefold.
Things that can go wrong include:

* Having the person you won with the spell taken away by another;
* Having a love spell cast on you;

* Losing interest in the person but being unable to be rid of

them.

These hazards can be avoided if you

* Invite attraction rather than compelling it;

» Put the matter into the hands of the Goddess. Cast a love spell
or use a love charm, but make it contingent on Her approval.

Add:

If you will it, make mine.

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* Remember that learning to love yourself is the best way to
bring love into your life.

I'beir Very Nature: Love spells are serious. They can backfire on
vou and shouldn’t be taken lightly. In trying to bind someone to
vou, you are also binding yourself to that person. This can compli-
cate things when it is time to move on. It can cause you a lot of
pain if your spell doesn’t bring the person to you. Another danger
i~ that you can overdo the intent or intensity of the spell and have
(things go badly wrong. Love spells can be difficult to reverse, so
he sure about your feelings before you cast one.

The Goddess of Love: Love spells fall under the provenance of the
tove Goddess, whether you call her Venus, Aphrodite, Hathor,
I'reya, Inanna, or by another of her many names. To understand
love spells, you have to understand the nature of the Love Goddess.
she is beautiful . . . and cruel. You may get more than you bar-
puined for—obsession rather than passion, or a stalker instead of a
lover. She is capricious. Your spell may work—but on the wrong
person. The mating of humans is delightful to her. When you cast a
love spell, you invite her management of your affairs. But beware—
she may have a different notion of who is a suitable partner for you.
Aphrodite laughs. Be careful.

Love and sexuality are “paths,” just as asceticism and celibacy
are. The path of love brings both ecstacy and suffering, with spiri-
tual lessons to be learned from each. All of that said, here are
some love spells. Use them at your own risk. More love spells can
be found in Part I (Writing Spells).

LOVE SPELLS
CANDLE SPELL

I'o encourage someone to fall in love with you. This spell is adapted
Irom an ancient one reported by the poet Theocritus. It is best per-
lormed while the Moon is waxing. You'll need:

* A dozen roses (the roses are an offering to the Love Goddess,
so don’t be cheap and use fewer than twelve);

= A large candle, the kind that will drip wax, with the name of
the person written or carved on it (a human-shaped candle in
the correct gender is great, if you can find one);
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+ A photograph of the person, or a piece of paper with their
name written on it;
e A tray.

Clear your altar or working surface. Set the photograph in the
middle of the tray and place the candle on top of it. Arrange the
roses around it. Take the candle in your hands and say:

Candle, I name you (the name of the
person).

You must believe this as you say it, because it is your belief that
makes it so. Place the candle back atop the photograph and light
it. Keep repeating the spell as the candle burns, concentrating on
your wish and being careful not to start a fire.

If you
see no change by the next Full Moon, cast the spell again whilc
the Moon is full—but this time, cast it formally, within a circlc.

. Dried white roses (buy fresh ones and hang them upside down

from their stems);

. Al‘mond oil (try health food stores and gourmet shops, or sub-
stitute almond extract, which is usually found in the baking
section of a supermarket);

* A piece of paper with both of your names written on it.

Arrange things as you usually do for a spell. Put the roses and the
paper in a container where it will be safe to burn them. Raise
power and cast a circle. Sprinkle the roses with the almond oil
Sct them ablaze and cast the spell while they burn. .

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THE BLESSING OF UNION

There are two kinds of union. One is temporary, for this lifetime
or for part of this lifetime. The other is the eternal marriage,
which brings reunion across time through reincarnation. The eter-
nal marriage is an experience to be shared with a soul mate. It
should not be undertaken lightly. Making it with the wrong per-
son can adversely affect your karma, as can making it without re-
ciprocation. Making it with more than one person can make for a
tumultuous love life in future incarnations. Be careful. For this

spell you will need:

« A piece of papyrus or other good-quality paper with both
your names written on it;

+ Red thread;

« Dried herbs of love or Venus (see the correspondence lists

below and in Part 1II);
« A safe container in which to burn these things.

Scroll the paper and use the red thread to bind it tightly. Make
ready a place to burn the paper and the herbs. This spell is best
performed by burning everything over hot coals, but you can also
set fire to the paper and use it to ignite the herbs.

But
if you really want to make one, try this:

» Get rosewater, which is sold in gourmet shops and Mulfllc
Eastern grocery stores. Fill your chalice with it and add five
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drops of red food coloring. Cast a circle, perform a love
spell, and use your wand or athame to charge the potion
with the spell.

Rosewater is used in baking and confectionary so the po-
tion could be added to baked goods or candy, which might
be easier to administer. I'd suggest a rosewater-scented an-
gelfood cake, frosted with pink vanilla icing and decorated
with candied violets (unless the object of your affection is
diabetic or dieting, of course).

You could also mix the potion with vodka, cut a plug in a
watermelon, pour it in, and allow it to steep overnight in
the refrigerator. The same potion and vodka mixture could
also be used to marinate a bowl of fruit salad made with
apples, pears, figs, apricots, raspberries, peaches, orangc
slices, and strawberries.

MAGIC

-I-l-lis chapter provides correspondences for magic itself, as well
as a variety of magical workings. I told you earlier in this book
that you will get as much out of magic as you put into it. That still
applies even after you have completed your studies or training
and become a working witch. The craft should always be ap-
proached with respect. On a practical level, this means keeping
your altar or other sacred space clean and tidy, your tools pol-
ished, your offerings fresh, and so on. At a sacred level, this means
honoring the gods before you call upon them, and always remem-
bering to thank them after a spell or ritual. T also give thanks
when I discover that a spell has worked.

Honoring and thanking the gods/desses can be very simple or
A long, involved ceremony—whatever feels right to you. You may
want to develop a personal ritual or ritual phrase you use for this,
one specific to the lord or lady with whom you work.

Respecting the craft also means not abusing it by using it for
trivial things or in mean-spirited ways. Be realistic in your expec-
tations of magic. It affects reality but usually in subtle ways. Some-
times you will get immediate results that astound you, other times
it will take awhile for proof that a spell has worked. Be very spe-
cific in your spells or you may get what you asked for, but not in
the way you wanted it.

Remember that mouthing phrases and going through the mo-
tions isn’t enough, not even if you follow a spell’s instructions to
the letter. You have to believe in yourself and your ability to make
~omething happen in order for a spell to work. You have to raise
power and apply it correctly. No matter what the words of a spell
v, it is your intent that actually directs the power. That is why
's o bad idea to use magic if you have any doubts or conflicts
about the working,.

Correspondences for many kinds of spells are given here but
vou don’t always need a spell. Simply turning your magical atten-
ton o a problem or situation can often affect it positively.

The basic mechanism of a wish spell is any method of broadcast-
ing your wish to the universe in order to manifest it. For examplc,
you could write the wish down then:

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« Make a paper airplane of it and give it to the wind;

- Make a votive boat by folding it into a little boat and adding a
small candle, lighting the candle, and setting the boat aftoat on
a river or stream,;

- Inserting it into a balloon, filling the balloon with helium, then
releasing it.

Whatever method you use, it is the magical intensity of your wish
that empowers it. Herbs, stones, or things directly related to your
wish can be added to the spell to make it stronger. For example,
vou can add herbs of love, healing, or creativity to the boat, bal-
loon, or bottle if your wish concerns those things. If you are wish-
ing for a house, you can make make the votive boat out of a page
lrom the real estate section of the paper; the employment section,
il your wish is for a new job; the Personals if it is for a new relation-
ship, and so on.

Remember to be careful what you wish, becausc you just may
pet it. Sometimes the wanting is better than the having.

MONEY AND BUSINESS

Let’s face facts: if money spells really worked as we would like
them to, every lottery or sweepstakes winner would be a witch.
None of us would have day jobs, bills to pay, school loans, or
mortgages. Temples of the Goddess, white marble inlaid with
gold and lapis lazuli, each with its replica of the Ishtar Gate,
would rise all over the planet.

Be realistic. Magic is more likely to give you what you need
than what you want. A greedy witch is usually a frustrated
witch. Spells can be made for things like a better job, debt col-
lection, increased business, a successful project, or protection
from unfair competition. The only way I know to make money is
to work hard and earn it, so I haven’t got any grand money spells
for you.

What I do have is a simple way to manifest prosperity in your
life: always keep the chalice on your altar full. Each time you
wash and refill it say: My cup is empty, I make it full. Focus on the
financial well-being of yourself or your family as you do this, not
on riches or schemes. Replace it on the altar with your right hand.
Believe in the efficacy of this simple act and be patient as it gradu-
ally manifests itself. Don’t forget to give thanks for blessings when
they come.

Magic is not for sale. Being a witch is a calling, not a job.
Magic is sacred and no ethical witch will accept money for cast-
ing a spell. If you're interested in witchcraft because you think it
will give you an easy life or make you rich, you're in it for the
wrong reason.

Fairly take, and fairly give. It is ethical for Wiccans with crafts
to sell the things they make: wands, windchimes, potions, can-
dles, besoms, or books. Shopkeeping witches have the right (o
make a profit. Witches adept at psychic readings, casting horo-
scopes, reading cards, palms, or runes may charge for their profes-
sional services. Witches with Web sites, or those who organizc
festivals and fairs, may do so as a business, or as a service to the
pagan community. If someone asks you for moncy in rcturn for re-
moving a curse from you, you are dealing with a crook.

PROTECTION

Hexing is not ethical in Wicca, but protecting yourself, your
home, your work, your possessions, or your loved ones certainly is.
We do this by establishing general or specific protection around
ourselves. Protection is a force field that bounces the harmful inten-
tions of others back onto them. They may self-destruct, but they are
the agents of their own destruction—not you.

Banishing and binding are other methods of protection. Ban-
ishing removes someone from your life, but leaves them free to
become someone else’s problem. Binding is more difficult. It pre-
vents a person from harming themself or others. You have to
break all connection between yourself and someone you bind, so
you may also want to do a banishing.

Everything we do comes back to us. Be creative when facing
threats, avert them instead of attacking whenever possible. Those
who have studied martial arts know how effective simply revers-
ing the energy of an oncoming thrust can be. Finding ethical ways
to deal with threats is the best way to protect yourself.

PROTECTING YOUR HOME

Making a safe place for yourself and your family is one of the most
important things a witch can do. Experience teaches us that no
one is ever really safe anywhere, but a little magic certainly can’t
hurt. Here are some ways to protect your house:

* Put a picture of Anubis (the jackal-headed Egyptian god) over
the door.

¢ Get a familiar, an animal with whom you establish a special
psychic/magical relationship.

* Modern Egyptians dip their right hands in paint and make paim
prints on the outside walls of their houses to ward off the evil
eye. Bright blue paint is best for this.

* In the East, the names of deities who protect doors, gates, and
arches are written on them (see entrances and exits on the list
below). This is said to work ¢ven if you write the names and
then paint over them.

»  Wear a silver pentacle.

+ Empower a piece of jewelry with protection and wear it as an
amulet.

* Make a mojo bag to wear, fill it with protective herbs, stones,
and charms.

PSYCHIC PROTECTION

You can drive yourself crazy by believing your are under attack
from elementals, spirits, demons, black magicians, or ex-lovers.
Protecting yourself from your own imagination or paranoia is as
important as being aware of actual threats. The following things
provide psychic protection:

salt and water
garlic
pentacles
familiars

Dion Fortune, a spiritualist writer much respected by witches,
recommended the following in her book Psychic Self-Defense.

sunlight a hot water bottle on the solar plexus
faughter moving your bed

a full stomach repairing your aura

hot baths breaking contact

open bowels crossing running water

a change in diet burning incense of protection

a positive environment (consult the list below)

l'ortune also advised the following protective measures:

* Against someone whose influence disturbs you: Visualize a
plate of glass (or force field) between you.

= Against domination (try this one at work): Stare at a point be-
tween the person’s eyebrows.

*  Against someone who drains your energy: Close the circuit
of your body by touching your feet together, pressing your
clbows to your sides, and placing your folded hands, with in-
terlaced fingers, across your solar plexus.
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She also says that while under psychic attack you should avoid
drugs, alcohol, sleeping pills, fasting, solitude, occult practices,
and objects with black vibrations.

SPELLS FOR PROTECTION

HOUSE-BLESSING SPELL

This spell places protection around you and yours. Salt and water
are two basic elements of magic. Mix them together in sacred
space, reciting:

O Great Mother

In your name we purify
With water and with salt
Cleanse this place of evil
And fill it with your Love
O Great Mother

Make this cave a safe space
A warm and dry place

And shelter us from harm
O Great Mother

Make this house our home.

Use garlic salt and add powdered rosemary if you need to clear
out ghosts or spirits.

Begin at the main entrance of the house or apartment. Sprin-
kle some of the salt water by dipping your fingers in it and making
the sign of the pentacle. Say:

Evil shall leave but not enter.

Use a firm voice. Make it a command, with all of your power be-
hind it. Proceed counterclockwise through the house, repeating
the procedure in every corner of each room, at all the windows,
doors, and mirrors. Don’t forget telephones, computer modems,
fax machines, intercoms, and televisions that are connected to the¢
Internet. it doesn’t hurt to do the mailbox and the car as well.

Make the downward pentacle with your left hand if this fecls
right to you, or the upward pentacle with your right hand. Either
will work. Repeat the spell annually, or whenever you feel in
need of it It is important to perform a spell like this on a new
home before you move into it.
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BANISHMENT SPELL

T'his is a fire spell for love gone wrong, for ending a personal, fam-
ily, or business relationship that you no longer wish to continue. I
wrote it years ago as an anti-stalking spell and have not been trou-
bled by or even laid eyes on the spell’s subject since then. To
work the spell, you will need:

» Herbs of protection (consult the list on page 146);

» An image of the person (photograph, poppet, etc.); something
written in their own hand, a lock of hair, a piece of clothing,
or a personal object will also do.

Arrange your altar or working surface in your usual way. Raise
power and cast a circle. Put everything into a fireproof container
—iron cauldron or marble mortar, for instance—and set fire to it
as you perform the spell. Add the photograph or a piece of pa-
per with the person’s name on it if you have trouble getting the
fire going. It should make a very satisfactory blaze that reduces
to ashes. If you have a lot of items from this person to get rid of,
you can use a bonfire for the spell and feed them all to it.

The ashes can be buried or washed down a drain. Flush them down
a toilet if you are very angry. Dispose of all the objects ttllat conpect
you to the person: gifts, letters, photographs, and the like. It is es-
pecially important to get rid of jewelry. Move if you have to. .

Be careful with this spell. It's permanent, so don’t use it un-
less you really mean forever. It’s also powerful. The pe.rson'I used
it against had a pregnant wife, and I learned later th'cn‘ child had
heart problems. The last I heard of him, he was having a quadru-
ple bypass operation.

BINDING
Get a large white candle, the kind that drips wax, and set it up on
a tray. Affix to it a photograph or other image of the person You
wish to bind. Make a ring of sea salt around it. Make a ?‘econd ring
with protective herbs. Fill the rest of the tray Wth images that
represent what you are binding the person from: pictures of your.
family, keys to your house, legal documents, whatever. If th'c‘
problem is too complex for images, write what the person is
bound from on slips of paper and place them around the candl.e.
Papyrus or paper made from cotton or linen work best for this.
Use red ink if you are angry, purple ink if you are sad. ' -
Wrap the candle and the image with black thread (linen, if
possible). Invoke Isis and Linda, the Binder with Linen T hread. Do
this with strong intent, saying aloud what you are binding th‘e per-
son from. Light the candle and let it burn until the wax begins l(_ )
drip over the thread and image. Burn it every df;ly for a we.ek, 'unll' I
the image is thick with wax. Use this as a meditation device to di-
rect your will to binding the person.

ODIN'’S BINDING (Binding and Transformations)

This is a major spell, one that should be reserved for the most serd
ous problems. Imposing your will on another is not something
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you should normally do. It is a kind of psychic rape, so be surc the
circumstances justify using magic this way—for instance to bind a
rapist, a child abuser, or an active practitioner of black magic.

This spell is not meant to punish the person it binds. It is
meant to help them. You should cast it out of necessity and com-
passion, not in anger. It is designed to stop people dead in their
tracks, freeze them from doing harm to themselves or others, and
give them pause, a clear space in which positive transformation
can occur. You will need:

* A poppet—any sort of poppet is fine, in the correct gender if
possible. Personalize it in some way to represent the person
you will bind. Embroider a name on it or affix a picture to the
poppet’s face. I like to use a human-shaped candle with the
person’s name written on it or carved into the wax.

* Two candles, black ones if possible.

¢ Black thread (cotton is good, linen is better).

* Incense (copal, fumitory, sandalwood, and frankincense arc
good, but use whatever you can get).

* An image of or something connected to the person. If you
don’t have anything, write a name on a piece of paper.

* A healthy, living tree.

Gather everything (except the tree) where you will cast the spell.
Raise power. Light one candle and the incense, cast a circle in your
usual way. Bind the poppet with the thread, wrapping it around
and around, making knots whenever you feel they are necessary.
Speak to the person as you do this, telling them specifically why
you are binding them and what you are binding them from.

Leave a long piece of thread hanging from the poppet. Tic
nine knots in this. Drip molten wax on the bindings to seal them.
Use wax to seal any body parts you are binding, such as the hands
ol someone who beats his wife or kids, the crotch of a scexual
predator, or the mouth of someone who is verbally abusive. Closc
the circle and ground power.

Lcave the poppet on the altar, touching what you arc using
to connect the person to the spell, until the candle and incense
have burned out. Take the poppet and use the thread (o tie it
upside-down 1o a tree—an indoor tree will work as well as an
outdoor one, but it must be a healthy, living (ree. Make the five
fold bond, joining hands, neck, and feet if it is possible to do this
with the type of poppet and bindings you are using. You can
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copy the position of the Hanged Man on the classic tarot card in-
stead, if you like. Say:

I ween that I hung on a windy tree,

Hung there for nights full nine;

With the spear I was wounded, and offered I was
To Odin, myself to myself,

On the tree that none may ever know

What root beneath it runs.

This is the transformation part of the spell, the Norse god Odin’s
words about his experience of hanging himself as a sacrifice to gain
wisdom. Leave the poppet on the tree for nine days and nights. Re-
cite the poem to the poppet at least once each day, sending the
person strong thoughts about the changes you want to manifest.
Send compassion, send enlightenment. Hold a mirror up to the
poppet while you recite the poem if you want the person to “see” a
certain situation. Yell at the poppet if you have anger you need to
release. This spell can be therapeutic for you as well.

Take the poppet down after nine days and nights, leaving it
bound. Light the second black candle and drip its wax all over the
poppet. Speak to the person while you do this, saying whatever
you think he or she needs to hear. As soon as the wax sets, get the
poppet out of your house and into the trash. Seal it in something
if the person was a great threat. Do not bury it.

If the tree shows signs of growth afterward, that is a good sign
that the transformation part of the spell is working. If it’s spring
and the tree was going to bloom anyway, more than the usual
number of blossoms is a good sign.

VEXATION BOX

This spell is for dealing with someone who is more of an annoy-
ance than a threat, someone who really gets on your nerves or
stresses you out by intruding in your life or violating your space. It
is for someone you have already asked to stop, but who persists in
bothering you. It is not a spell to use on those whose actions
within their own life or space trouble you. You will need:

e A box;

+ Two heads of garlic (or more, if you are using a big box
or dealing with a group of people);

o Herbs of protection (see the list on page 1416);
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* A photograph of the person, or the person’s name written
on a piece of paper.

Put everything in the box. Cover the box and give it a good hard
shake, mentally yelling at the person to modify the behavior that
ANNoys you. Put the box away, in a drawer or up on a shelf. Take
it out and give it a hard shake and yelling, every time the person
annoys you. After the first week or so, you should seldom need to

.\h:ll.((: the box. Throw the box away in a few months, when the
garlic begins to spoil. ’

WARNING SPELL

I'his one is a good substitute for a hex when your fear or anger
(empts you in that direction. It sounds dire, but this spell works
more on you than it does the other person. It allows you to take
charge of the situation, to vent, to calm yourself so you can think
clearly and decide what to do about the problem. It prevents you
from actually cursing or hexing anyone.

I know that garlic is effective against psychic vampirism be-
cause of an experience I had when I first moved to Egypt. I lived
in a remote place, untouched by tourism, in which I was the only
foreigner. It was natural, in such a sexually repressed culture, for
me to become the object of erotic speculation and yearnings. I
began having strange dreams and trouble sleeping. Figuring that I
was the object of psychic vampirism, I put bulbs of garlic on and
under my bed and the problem was solved.

PSYCHIC WORK

The phone rings, and you somehow know who is calling. You’re
thinking of someone, and they stop by to see you. You talk about
a film you haven’t seen in years, and suddenly it’s on television.
You dream something, and it comes true. All humans are psychic.
It’s just that some of us bang on pianos while others play Chopin
at Carnegie Hall. This is a matter of natural talent, training, and
practice, practice, practice. Were I to spend the rest of my life try-
ing to mentally move a pen across a table, I am sure I would never
be able to do it. I am equally sure that I would never waste my
time in such a meaningless pursuit.

I am not especially psychic, but here is something that has of-
ten happened to me. Someone tells me in conversation about a
health problem they are having. They recite their aches, pains, and
symptoms and I blurt out, “Ah, you have .” When I do
this, I have no idea where I get that information. It just comes out
of my mouth before I can even think about what Iam saying. My di-
agnosis may seem unlikely at the time, but medical tests later prove
me right. Sometimes they are arduous medical tests and it is a long
time later. When people come or call to tell me that my diagnosis
was confirmed, they usually add, “What are you, a witch?”

We are witches, the Wise Ones. We often know things with-

out knowing how we know them. We have the ability to access
information we could not possibly have acquired by normal
means. Does it come from the astral plane? Past lives? The collec-
tive unconscious? The gods? 1 have no idea. I just know what 1
know. I am no more psychic than any other human. I just have an
occassional gift for medical divination. Many witches have had
similar experiences with whatever their gift happens to be, but
most psychics are not witches. Psychic gifts mean you arc psy-
chic, not necessarily a witch. The difference between magic and
psychic work is sometimes misunderstood. You don’t cast a spcll
to learn the truth, find out if someone loves you, or if it’s safe to
fly on a certain day. You use divination.

Psychic gifts intrigue some people, frighten others. The more
powerful the gift, the more difficult it can be to live with or con

trol. A gift for premonition can be a very difficult one, constantly
presenting you with the dilemma of whether or not to tell people
what you see ahead for them. Remember that, if you dream some-
thing terrible and it comes true, you did not cause it to happen.
You only sensed it coming. You are not responsible for it happen-
ing. People often refuse to heed warnings, and there are some bad
things that no one can prevent.

Psychic gifts often strongly manifest themselves in childhood,
then fade as we grow up, lessen as our open minds become clut-
tered and preoccupied. To develop psychic abilities: 4.

*  Meditate.

+ Pay attention to your dreams. Keep a dream notebook to
help you remember them.

* Hang out with witches.

+ Respect your hunches. Trust your feelings and inner
promptings—listen to your little voice.

+ Study or practice some form of divination, preferably on a
daily basis. o

* Work with crystals.

- Find a legitimate psychic to guide you.

I you have trouble reaching a psychic state, try something like
this. Wait until a quiet time of night when you can be alone and
uninterrupted. Turn off the phone and anything else that might
distract you. Wear loose, comfortable clothing. Light a candle, or
several candles, and turn off all the lights. Burn enough incense to
muke the room smoky. Get comfortable, breathe rhythmically,
and relax. Allow at least an hour for this, since deep relaxation
can take time to achieve. Let your mind go wherever it will, or
concentrate on a particular goal or problem.

ASTRAL PROJECTION

When witches speak of flying, they mean astral projection, a jour-
ney of the mind. “Astral journeys,” Dion Fortune tells us, “are real-
Iv lucid dreams.”'® Far-sensing, far-seeing, shape-shifting, and
travel on the astral planes all involve projection of your etheric
hody. Adepts can actually be seen in other countries when they
are in fact home in bed.

" Dion Fortune, Psyvehic Self Defense (York Beach, ME Samucel Weiser, 1992y, po 157
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There are many techniques for achieving astral projection.
Deep relaxation and reaching a trance state are good first steps.
Applying drug plants to the skin in the form of flying ointments
was a traditional method for witches, but this is not advisablc
without expert knowledge of herbs. Drumming, dancing, and
gentle flagellation or other rhythmic physical stimuli can also be
used. (Slow, rhythmic massage works for me.)

Imagination is a big part of it, so each person’s journey is
unique. AP (astral projection) comes naturally to some, is very dif-
ficult for others. Earth is my element, so out-of-body experiences
hold little interest for me in and of themselves. I need a good rca-
son in order to do anything. I find myself stubbornly resistant to
astral projection unless I have an urgent, specific goal that rc
quires it. I have had two excellent guides in AP, my friend Ororo
and an Egyptian sheikh who has taught me many things.

I use the jet streams for far-sensing and remote viewing. This
kind of Earth-orbit work is the easiest. You get very relaxed and al-
low your mind to float above you. You see this planet in your mind,
picture where you are and where you want to go. You “feel” for a
wind moving in the direction you want to go and allow your mind
to flow with it. Winds, or even breezes, will do for local work, but
you need the jet streams to reach other continents.

The experience of working with jet streams is similar to flying
overseas in an airplane at night—you are in cold blackness, in or
above the clouds. You can see the stars if you are above the
clouds, but this isn’t up to you, it depends on the winds. You us¢
your inner sense of direction, your psychic navigation skills, to
direct yourself. If you are able to see the land below you as you fly
over it, you can use rivers to orient yourself and find your way.
When you cannot see the land, feel for cities. They have more ¢n-
ergy than the countryside and small towns. Be drawn to the ener
gy and direct yourself from there. It is easiest to find your way to
places where you have been before, or to find someonc with
whom you have a strong connection. Sometimes you will actually
sce the place you visit, see the people and what they are doing. At
other times, you may only get a feeling for the place or pcoplc, a
sense of things being well or ill.

The return trip is an instant one. You think of home or your
body, especially your feet, and there you are, back in bed, inside
your own body. I usually fall right into a sound slcep.

When [ first tried to go beyond Earth-orbit work, 1 could reach
the second plane, which to me looked like a room cut from rock
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sometimes there were robed men there. It had torches on the
walls and a leopard-skin divan, but I always lost interest and left.

The news was full of stories about Iraq in late 1998, with
televized footage of sick and starving babies that moved me to
tears. I grew more and more upset with Saddam Hussein, upset
that he could build palaces while his people suffered. Having all
the power means having full responsibility. I knew Western pro-
paganda was working overtime, but you can’t fake pictures of
cnniciated babies or the expressions on the faces of their desper-
e, heartbroken mothers. It seemed to me that, even with the
cmbargo, Saddam, who didn’t look like he’d been missing any
mecals, could feed the children and provide them with medical
care if he would just reallocate his resources.

1 decided to see if 1 could do anything about that. 1 am in the
mother phase of my life as a woman and I feel a responsibility to-
ward all children, everywhere. This seemed a serious enough situ-
AMion  to warrant breaking the rule against interfering and
imposing. I decided to see if I could dream-magic him into turning
one of his many palaces into a hospital for children. I was willing
1o accept whatever came back to me because of this working.

I have an unusual rock from Iraq that was given to me by a
brother-in-law who had worked there as a geologist in better times.
1t looks like a slice of layer cake, with white rock icing atop and be-
iween layers of brown stone. 1 have never been to Iraq, so I used
this rock to help me forge a connection with that country. Saddam
and 1 are both Tauruses, so I used that to try to connect with him.

It was ridiculously easy to find him the first time I went. He
was asleep on his side, alone in an underground room. I got into
hed with him and held him as you would a child, talked to him
about the sick babies and his responsibility to his people. I went
mto his mind, which seemed concerned only with primal in-
stincts such as self-preservation. I showed him images of a palace
« hanged into a hospital, of sick babies getting well and their grate-
tul parents singing his praises. His mind was greedy, hungry,
necdful, and unsatisfied. It was hard to get him to pay attention.

Amcrica began bombing Baghdad a day or two later. I went
back many times that winter, worked on Saddam whenever |
could find him alone. I felt as if he welcomed my visits. 1 tried to
teach him compassion, tried to get him to feel his people’s pain. |
recited ancient pocems about the black-haired people, showered
hun with ove and understanding, but it scemed usceless. There-
were no news reports ol palaces turned into hospitals.
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I could feel others working on him as well, but I found it hard
to believe that I was doing anything more than imagining the whole
experience. I looked for reality checks, noted where he was when 1
found him and what he was wearing, uniform or suit, coat or robe.
I had it right the few times there was news footage of him, so I kept
going. Sometimes I went astray on the astral plane and wound up in
Babylonia instead of Baghdad. When that happened, I found us
standing side by side on a stone roof, looking out at the view. “I”
would be hovering over the body that was me so I could never real-
ly see myself to know if I was male or female, old or young. He,
however, always had a long, curled black beard.

I gave up hope that he could be taught compassion, began
sending him thoughts of a way out, of resignation and a luxuriously
happy exile. One day I found him outdoors before a crowd of peo-
ple. It was cold and he wore a heavy coat. I floated up to him, took
his face in my hands and looked straight into his eyes. I felt his as-
tonishment when I did that, as if he recognized me, and things
changed afterward. It was as if psychic shields went up and I could
no longer get next to him, no longer find him while he slept.

The last time I went, it was daylight in Iraq and winter was
just ending. I found myself in a bed in one of his palaces, some-
where outside Baghdad. 1 got up and started looking around,
opened a door, and found a bathroom. It was bare and imper-
sonal, a soldier’s bathroom with nothing in the medicine cabinct
but shaving gear and shampoo, linament and bandages all with Ar-
abic labels. T opened another door and found a hallway bustling
with palace staff. I could see and hear them, but they could not
see me. The atmosphere was busy, almost festive. No one seemcd
fearful. I explored further and was surprised to see a few rugged
westerners, fighting men. I had the idea they were mercenarics,
Australians or maybe South Africans, employed to protect Saddam
from his own forces should they turn on him.

Did Saddam have mercenaries? Or magical help? Did I drcam
or imagine all of this? Possibly. Did my astral work do any harm? |
think not. Did it do any good? Probably not. America stoppcd
bombing, the Western media got distracted by other storics and
ceased covering Iraq. Life went on as usual there, I expect. ft's
hard to be sure about lucid dreaming, hard to know where reality
ends and imagination begins. I do hope that life got better for the
children, however.

I came out of this cxpericnce with compassion for Saddam
Husscin, for his inner wounds and his emptiness. He wasn't
parented properly, did not have his needs met, cannot understand
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normal human emotions. The source of his pain and violence lies
in his never having gotten enough love. This does not excuse him
in any way, but it does allow me to feel sorry for him. He is needy,
rather than greedy, a deep well of longing that nothing will ever
fill, ever satisfy.

You must mean well if you do this sort of work. You must
have a legitimate reason for intruding on someone’s mind and be
willing to accept whatever is returned to you because of it. Re-
member that, if something has you concerned enough to get mag-
ically involved, it has doubtless affected others the same way. We
are seldom alone when we do global work, and so must be careful
that we are not working at cross-purposes.

Dcsire is the force that holds the very atoms of being in place.
I'o celebrate your lust, therefore, is to participate in the creative
nature of the universe—*. . . for behold, all acts of love and plea-
sure are my rituals.” '

Witches, ever in tune with nature, do not deny their sexuality.
I'hey embrace it, enhance it, and celebrate it with joy. Any act of
pleasure that takes place with mutual desire between consenting
adults is lawful.

Shame and gu1lt with respect to sexuahty are Qatnarchal con-

Hulh of our bodies. The sex act is a sacrament in Wicca. Wiccans
make no apology for their sexuality, but they also never have sex
with someone against his or her will, never use their powers to
compel a person to do something he or she would not otherwise
Jdo. They abhor rape, child abuse, bestiality, and any sexual act
that takes advantage of those they should be protecting.

some witches say that sex is only sacred when performed in
love, while others insist that lust is just as sacred. I think we all
agree that the union of love and lust is the most desirable circum-
stance, the most satisfying experience. There is no higher form of
worship than the Great Rite performed in such a union.

The god is invoked into the male witch, the Goddess into the
fcmale (or into same-gender partners enacting those roles). They
make love, worshiping at the altars of each other’s bodies. Power
ris¢s above them as the sacred marriage is enacted. Blessings flow
trom their union. In ancient times, this ritual was the annual duty
of the king and high priestess. They celebrated the sacred mar-
riage of Ishtar and Tammuz, Inanna and Damuzi, of Venus/Aphro-
dite¢ and Adonis, thereby ensuring the well-being of their people
tor the year. Their rite was believed to activate the fruitfulness of
the land, the fertility of humans and animals.

Lust, satisfied or unsatisfied, is a potent force that can be used
to raise power for magic. Sexual union is magical in and of itscll—

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the tension of polarity, the attraction and merging of oppositcs,
the crescendo of power-raising, and the bliss of release. Combine¢
the intensity of sex with the power of love, in a couple united in
magical purpose, and you really get the mojo working.

Those witches who have partners who are not witches can
still practice sex magic. One way to do this is to invoke the god or
Goddess into yourself and then make passionate love with your
partner inside a magic circle. Some say that doing so without your
partner’s knowledge and consent is abusive, but I disagree with
that. I think you’ll likely find your partner praising or thanking
you for a more than usually intense and satisfying experience.

One method of sex magic is to focus on your objective in the
moments just before orgasm, then use the psychic power of the
orgasm to picture your objective as already accomplished, therc-
by manifesting it. It can be easier to use your partner’s orgasm
for this than your own, but this technique will also work with
masturbation.

We’re only talking about safe sex between consenting adults
here, of course.

SEXUAL HEALING

Sacred promiscuity and sacred prostitution were part of the wor-
ship of Dea Syria, the Syrian goddess known by many names: Ish-
tar, Inanna, Cybele, Astarte, Ashtoreth, and so on. Her templc
prlestcsses were sacred prostitutes, the Goddess incarnate for
those men who came in need and made the correct offering. The
sexual nature of their service may be shocking to some, but wc¢
must remember that theirs was a sacred task. 1 suspect that sexual
healing was their higher function.

Sexual healing is one of the greatest gifts a witch can give or re-
ceive. To heal someone sexually is to hold them passionately when
they feel all alone, to convince them that they are beautiful when
they think they are ugly, desirable when they feel unwanted. It is to
replace their feelings of impotence with potency and leave them
reborn as man or woman, recharged with all the power of their
gender. Sexual healing renews the person who receives it, restore
their self-esteem and self-confidence. People who are just emerging
from toxic or abusive relationships are especially in nced of this
healing in its most tender forms.

Sexual healing can be performed by a pricst or a pricstess,
performed out of deep romantic love, or as simple compassion. It
can happen in single encounters as well as serious relationships,
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«an include any sexual acts the healer is willing to provide. It isn’t
nnusual for someone to cry when you heal them sexually, be-
«ause the experience is much more emotional than it is physical,
usually releasing tensions and anxieties that have been in place for
vears. A good sexual healing irons out all the wrinkles in somone’s
~oul. It also isn’t unusual for the person to fall at least a little bit in
love with you. If this is just a case of loving and leaving on your
part, you have to disengage gently but firmly so as not to damage
the sense of self-worth you just restored.

Sexual healing is something a witch never does without desire
on his or her own part. It isn’t something that anyone can impose
on you. It is a gift you give of your own free will. This is advanced
work, offering your body as an altar. It is done with absolute at-
rention, with the whole self. It can be difficult or dangerous, de-
pending on the nature of the healing required. A man suffering
pain and rage may need to discharge his pent-up violence in a sex-
wal way, for example, to prevent him from acting it out in life and
actually hurting someone. Sexual healing should never be under-
tiken lightly, or without consideration of all its dangers and possi-
hle consequences.

INTRODUCTION

C()rrespondences are relationships that can be used for magical
workings. “The primary principle of magic is connection,” Star-
hawk writes.! They make use of the connectedness of things.
Think of correspondences as lists of possible ingredients from
which you can make selections. There will be correspondences
that relate to your spells: planets, herbs, colors, god/desses, and
so on. Select those that are available to you or that call to you and
usc them to craft your spell, ritual, potion, or charm. Magus Fran-
Cis Barrett, in Occult Philosophy, described the use of correspon-
dences of stones and incense for making talismans:

The manner of making these [Talismanic] rings is this:—
when any star ascends in the horoscope (fortunately),
with a fortunate aspect or conjunction of the moon, we
broceed to take a Stone, and berb, that is under that star,
and likewise make a ring of the metal that is correspond-
ing to the star; and in the ring, under the stone, put the
berb or root, not forgetting to inscribe the effect, image,
name, and character, as also the proper suffume [a decoc-
tion of root, berb, flower, seed, etc., the smoke of which is
conveyed into the body from a close-stool].?

Are these all the possible correspondences for a given subject?
No. There are many more. These are just some I came across
while doing research for my Book of Shadows. I'll be using my
own copy of this book as a grimoire, and expect to be scribbling
plenty of notes in the margins as I come across new correspon-
dences for things.

MOON

The Moon is the most important heavenly body for witches. W¢
draw on her power for lunar magic; we cast our spells in accor
dance with her cycles; we commune with the Goddess through
her. She inspires and illuminates us. There are Moon gods, but the
Moon has always been perceived mainly as female. The Moon is
cyclical, like women. We menstruate with her. She mirrors the
stages of our lives: maiden, mother, and crone. She is Changing
Woman, as are we.

One way to honor the Moon is with a Full Moon dinner. Sc¢t
the table with white, silver, and gold. Dress formally, in the sam¢
colors. Put night-blooming flowers in a vase, or wear their pcr-
fume. Serve Moon food: pale creamy dishes and crisp green sal-
ads, with a good white wine. A Full Moon dinner is an excellemt
prelude to lunar magic or for replenishing after rituals.

SUPERSTITIONS

Mushrooms were thought to grow as the Moon waned. Were
wolves were believed to take their wolf form when the Moon was
full. In Britian it was considered unlucky to view the Moon
through glass.

MOON PHASES

Directions for spells often say they should be cast during the wan
ing or waxing Moon. New witches are always asking me what this
means. The simplest explanation is that the Moon wanes (grows
smaller) after Full Moon, begins to wax (grow larger) again altcr
New Moon. The easiest way to keep track of this is to be surc ¢v
ery year to get a calendar that has the Moon’s phases on it. Many
ordinary calendars have this, so it shouldn’t be hard to find onc.

You can consider the Full Moon as lasting three days, the one
marked on the calendar, as well as the day before and the day
ter. This gives you more than one night every month for Full
Moon magic. If a spell should be cast during the dark of the Moon,
that means on the days just before New Moon, when it is hard to
see the Moon in the sky.

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ANIMAL KINGDOM

Animal powers can be called upon for spells, protection, divina-
tion, and battle. Witches love animals. We never harm or kill them
in our rites or spells. Blood sacrifice of any sort is against our law.
That “eye of newt and toe of frog” stuff is nonsense. It is hard o
reconcile the gibbering witches of MacBeth with the proud Pagan
priestesses of Egypt, Babylon, Knossos, and Ireland, or with ethical
modern Wiccans. Those were the Burning Times, when magic and
the craft itself became degraded under constant persecution.

Magical knowledge was once so closely guarded that code
words were often used for spell ingredients in ancient recipe
books. For example, blood of a goose actually meant sap from @
mulberry tree and a pig’s tail meant the herb leopard’s banc.
Patchouli leaves are still sold as graveyard dust by some occult
suppliers. Some old spells that call for animal parts are included
here as curiosities. I certainly do not mean for you to use them as
written! These spells are mostly of use to thieves and jealous guys
anyway. Rather let them amuse you, dismay you, or inspire you in
image magic. Remember that the animal parts called for may just
be code words for herbs, stones, or other ingredients.

The only part of an animal that it is lawful for a witch to use
is one the animal gives freely when it no longer has use for it
sharks teeth, cat fur, peacock feathers, sea shells, and snake skin,
for example. We otherwise use image magic instead of animul
parts, or call upon deities that correspond to animals.

Meditate on the awesome prehistoric cave paintings of Fu
rope and Africa, on how they reveal the religious importance of
animals to humans. When you dream of an animal, try to spcak
with it. This is the way to gain knowledge. Animals often come to
witches as they do to shamans, as spirit guides who help, tcach,
reveal secrets, bestow wisdom, and support magical workings.

An animal totem is one that symbolizes a person or group |
consider the mole to be my spirit guide and the industrious
beaver my totem animal. Discovering your animal totem and spirit
guide can be a part of your inner work, a4 way to find your path
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NOTE: Some mythical animals (such as Pegasus and Ladon) are
mixed together with gods and goddesses in these invocation lists.

Artemis is Lady of the Wild Things, also called Potnia Theron, Mis-
tress of Animals, in this aspect.

APLS: Apes are sacred to the Devil, Isis, Mahakapi the Great Ape,
Mbotumbo, Nephthys, Osiris, and Thoth. Baboons are sacred to
Amaunet, Amu, Babi, Hapy, Hauhet, Heh, He Zur, Kauket, Khonsu,
Naunet, Nun, and Thoth.

The monkey is a Chinese zodiac animal, symbol of cleverness
and curiosity. It is sacred to Hanuman, the Lares, Sugriva, Sun
ou-Shi, and Sun Wu Kong.

BADGER: Badgers’ feet and eyes are supposed to confer invinci-
bility. Putting powdered badger’s foot or €ye in someone’s food
was supposed to make them love you. (Yuck!)

/iAT: Bat is the guardian of night, associated with Halloween. Bats
are considered good luck in China, where they symbolize happi-
ness. They are sacred to Alcithoe, Arsippe, Camazotz, Fu-hsing,
nd Shang Kuo-Lao. Vampire bats are sacred to Ikal Ahau.

BEAR: The bear is both a Celtic and Native American totem beast.
Its direction is West, in the Zuni tradition. Bears symbolize king-
~hip, power, mother-cunning, and gentle strength. The bear paw
tor its image, for Wiccans) is used magically for power, direction,
and connection o the creator.,
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Bears are sacred to Andarta, Arcas, Artemis Brauronia, Arth-
gen, King Arthur, Artio, Artogenus and Callisto (Queen of Bears),
corn spirits, Mary of the Bears, Mercury Artaios, Rhpisunt (the
Bear Mother), and Ursula (Little Bear).

She-bears are sacred to Artemis, Artemis Callisto, Callisto (the
She-bear), the Great Goddess, and Ursel (She-Bear).

BEAVER: The beaver is a Native American totem animal. It sym-
bolizes construction, building, and the work ethic. Beavers arc
sacred to Castor, Great Beaver, and Wishpoosh. Taurus is their
zodiac sign.

BISON: Bison correspond to both the planet and the element of
earth.

BUFFALO: The buffalo is a sacred Native American totem animal,
the builder of life, provider of sustenance, and bestower of curing
powers. It symbolizes prayer, sacredness, plenty, and a harmoni-
ous relationship with Earth. Buffalo are sacred to Mahish, Oya,
and Yama.

White Buffalo Woman, or Ptesan-wi, is a Plains Indian Earth-
mysteries goddess who taught the seven ceremonies and intro-
duced the sacred pipe to the people.

CAMEL: Camels are sacred to the Arabian gods Arsu and Azizos.

CAT- Cats are the animals that most often become witches’ famil-
iars. They correspond to the Moon, can see spirits, and can walk
through magic circles without breaking them. All cats were hcld
sacred in ancient Egypt, where the great cat goddess Bast was :ﬂsy )
Worshiped as Ubastet, Little Cat.

Cats are sacred to Artemis, Cat Annis, Cerridwen, Demeter, Di-
ana, Irusan, Mafdet, the Moon Goddess, Neith, Pasht, Ra as Great
Cat of Heliopolis, Sekhmet (the Great Cat), Tefnut, and Tjilpa. They
are sacred to corn spirits as Corn Cat, Le Chat de Peau de Balle, and
Tom Cat. Male cats are sacred to Mau, Ra, and Shu. Gray cats are si
cred to Freyja, civet cats to Lady Civet Cat.

(Persian gods), Sakkan (Mesopotamian god), Vitsa-Kuva, Cattle
yard Lady (Russian), and Ynakhsyt (Siberian goddess). Cattle are
also sacred to Ajyst (Siberian goddess), Apedemak (Sadanese god),
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corn spirits, Shumuqgan (Mesopotamian god), the Slavic gods Veles
and Volos, and Vohu Manah (Zoroastrian god).

Cattle are sacred to the Moon deities Aine of Knockaine (Irish
poddess) and the Mesopotamian gods Nannar and Sin.

The bull is a Celtic totem beast, used magically for fertility and
virility. Bulls correspond to Earth, the Moon, and the element
carth. Their astrological sign is Taurus. In mythology, bull gods
are both consort of the Divine Cow and Bull Calf of the Mother.
Ncew Year is their station on the Wheel of the Year.

Bull’s blood, regarded as having potent magical powers in an-
cient times, was used for divination and to feed the ghosts of he-
rocs. Druids were wrapped in the hide of a freshly killed bull for
their seership ritual.

Bulls are sacred to Adad, An (the Bull of Heaven), Anu, As-
tarte, Asterius (the Minotaur), Atum, Baal, Damuzi, Dionysus, El,
the Goddess, the Great Goddess, Indra, Ishkur, Jupiter, Marduk
(Bull-calf of the Sun), Mars, Mithras, Nanna, Osiris (Bull of the Un-
derworld), Perun, Poseidon, Prisni, Ptah, Ra, Rudra, Serapis, Shiva,
Sin, Soma, Suen, Tammuz, Teshub, Vishnu, and Zagreus. Wild
bulls are sacred to Damuzi, Dionysus, Hercules, and Mithras.

White bulls, which correspond to the Moon, were particularly
usced for sacrifices in ancient times. Initiates into the cult of Mith-
ras were placed under a grating over which a white bull was sacri-
liced, drenching them in his blood. White bulls are sacred to Baal
/Z¢phon, Menu, Min, Mithras, and Mnevis.

Calves are sacred to Atabryius, Atik (Calf of ED), and Sharruma
(Calf of Teshub). They are sacred to corn spirits as Corn Calf and
Muhkalbchen.

The cow is the sacred animal of Hinduism. It corresponds to
leetility, the planet Earth, and the element earth. Cows have sym-
bolized the sky since ancient times, so sky goddesses can be consid-
cred cosmic cows. The Egyptian Book of the Dead mentions the
Seven Holy Cows: Het-Kau Nebtertcher, Akertkhentetasts, Khe-
hitctsahneter, Urmertusteshertshenti, Khnemtemankhanuit, Sekh-
mctrensemabats, Shenatpetuthestneter, and their bull, Kathaihemt.

Cows are sacred to Aditi, Al Uzzah, Anath, Antum, Ashtaroth
kharnaim, Astarte, Banba (Woman of the Cows), Bata, Brighid,
Cerridwen, Damona (Divine Cow), Diana, Gauri, Hathor, Hera, In-
snna, Indra (Lord of Cows), 1o, Juno, Krishna, Ninhursag, Ninstina,

Nut, Prisni, Rhea, Tellus Mater, Ushas (Mother of Cows), and Vie-
ca They are sacred to corn spirits as Barley Cow, Oats Cow, and
Fhresher Cow. Wild cows are sacred to Ninsunma (Lady of the Wild

COWwWSs).
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COUGAR: The cougar symbolizes power, balance, speed, cour-
age, and leadership.

COYOTE: The coyote is a trickster, and corresponds to the planct
Mercury. Coyotes symbolize duality, humor, insight, sarcasm,
playfulness, and the ability to see both sides of an issue. They arc¢
sacred to Coyote, Italapas, Mahih-Nah-Tlehey (Changing Coyotc),
Olle, all trickster gods, and Ueuecoyotl.

DEER: Deer symbolize love, gentleness, sensitivity, kindness,
gracefulness, purity of purpose, and walking in the light. Decr
horn symbolizes potency in China. Deer are sacred to Artemis,
corn spirits, Diana Nemorensis (Diana of the Grove), Harinaig-
ameshin, Nemesis, Tate Kyewimoka, and Tekkeitserktock. White-
tailed deer are sacred to Mara Kwari and Tatosi.

Doe are sacred to Taygete, bucks to Sudrem. Powdered hart’s
horn was considered an aphrodisiac in ancient Europe. It was
used with cow’s gall as a charm for infertile women. A white hart
symbolizes the soul. Roebuck are sacred to Apollo. They corre-
spond to the number 7 and their poetic meaning is “hide the sc¢-
cret” (the secret name of the god).

The stag is a Celtic totem beast that corresponds to the planct
and the element earth. Stags are sacred to Apollo and his sister Ar-
temis, Cernunnos, the Great Goddess, Hercules, Herne the Hunt-
er, Learchus, Ly-hsing, Merlin, Red Robin Hood, and Silvanus.

DOG: The dog is a Chinese zodiac animal whose planet is the
Moon and whose star is Sirius. Dogs correspond to healing. They
symbolize loyalty and the future. Their poetic meaning is “guard
the secret.” It was believed that dogs howled before a death be-
cause they could see the Angel of Death at work. Carrying a dog’s
heart on your left side was supposed to prevent dogs from bark-
ing at you. Dogs are sacred to Asclepias, Anubis (Guardian of the
Dogs), Ares, Cuchulainn (Hound of Ulster), Dharma, Garm (Ilcll
"Hound), Ishat (Bitch of the Gods), Mars, Sarama (Heavenly Bitch),
Sucellos, Wepwawet, and Xolotl.

Romans sacrificed red puppies to the corn spirits, to whom
dogs are sacred as Peas Pug, Potato Dog, Rye Dog, and Whecat
Dog. White dogs with red ears are considered especially sacred
and magical. It was believed in Britain that the sound of unscen

geese passing overhead in the night was made by the Hounds of

Hell, the white dogs with red cars who conducted the souls of the
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damned and unbaptized babies to an icy northern underworld
The Hounds of Hell were also called Yell Hounds, Yeth Hounds,
Wish Hounds, Gabriel Hounds, Gabriel Ratchets, and, in Walcs,
crwm Annwm.

White dogs and bitches represent corn spirits. A shaggy black
dog may be the Barguest, a hideous spirit in disguise. Barguest
Icads a procession of howling dogs through the street when some-
once prominent dies.

Greyhounds are sacred to Beba, Herisepef, and Mates.

DONKEY: The donkey is sacred to Dionysus and Lisina, the ass to
corn spirits, Cronus, Jyestha, Pan, Seth, Shang Kuo-Lao, and Silenus.
Asses were considered impure by Orphics. They are connected
with holly, Saturnalia, and the Christmas Fool. The wild ass is sa-
cred to Dionysus and the ass-eared Egyptian god Set/Seth/Typhon.
It was the sacred animal of the Egyptian Saturnalia.

Mules symbolize infertility. They are sacred to Mullo, Sipe Gi-
almo, and Vasantadevi.

I'L EPHANT: Elephants correspond to the Moon. They symbolize
preatness, wisdom, power, strength, life span, patience, and
memory. Buddhists hold elephants sacred, Hindus consider
them to be rain charms. Elephants are sacred to Airavata, Bera-
Pennu, Dadimunda, Devata Bandara, Gajana, Ganapati, Ganesh,
Lakshmi, Mahaganapati, Parvati, and Tarri-Pennu. A white ele-
phant with six tusks symbolizes the power of wisdom to over-
come obstructions. The African elephant is sacred to Apedemak
and Mombo Wa Ndhlopfu.

I'LK: The elk symbolizes strength, power, nobility, freedom, and
agility.

I'OX: The fox is a prophetic animal that corresponds to the plan-
¢t Mercury. It symbolizes cunning, intelligence, twilight, and fe-
miale magic. The hu hsien, Chinese fox spirits, are powerful
~hape-shifting air, water, and earth elementals who can pass
through solid matter. The fox is regarded as a supernatural ani-
mal in Japan. Foxes are sacred to corn spirits, Demeter, and Rey-
nard the Fox. Vixens correspond to the Moon.

GAZELLE: Gazelles are sacred to Anuket, Anukis, Mrgasirag, and
Reshiep.
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GOAT: “The lust of the goat is the bounty of God,” according to
William Blake." Capricorn is the goat’s astrological house, sum
mer and the waning year its seasons. Goats correspond to scx
magic and sexual virility. Rubbing his genitals with the tallow of a
male goat before having sex with his wife was a charm for a man
to regain her love and keep her from other men. Feta cheese can
be used for goat magic. The Orphic cup, drunk at dawn, con-
tained honey and goat’s milk.

Goats are able to see winds. They are sacred to Aj, Amalthca,
Aphrodite of the Goats, Artemis, Athene, Azazel, Baal-Gad, Blo
deuwedd, Chimaerus, Dionysus, fauns, Faunus, Freyja, the God:
dess, Holda, Juno Caprotina (Juno of the Goats), Nabu, Olwcen,
Goat Pan, satyrs, and Silvanus. They are sacred to corn spirits as
Corn Goat, Harvest Goat, Horned Goat, Oats Goat, Rye Goat,
Straw Goat, and Wheat Goat. In some Afro-Caribbean magical tra-
ditions, it is believed that burning a goat’s horn in alcohol averty
evil, enemies, and negativity of all kinds.

Wild goats are sacred to Disani, kids to Dionysus Eriphos. The
goat stag was the Greek counterpart of the Druid’s immortal
white hart or hind. It symbolizes resurrection and the hopc of
immortality.

HARE: The hare is associated with witchcraft in Celtic religion. A
hare was the totem animal of Boadicca, red-haired warrior-queen
of the Celts. Hares were held taboo in ancient Britain, where the
taboo on hunting them was suspended on May Eve. Autumn is the
hare’s station on the Wheel of the Year.

Hares are sacred to Great Hare, Manibozho (Great Harc),
Michabo (Great Hare), and Ostara.

The brown hare was believed to confer invincibility. It was
held taboo by ancient Hebrews.

HEDGEHOG: Pixies sometimes take the form of hedgehogs.

HIPPOPOTAMUS: Hippos are sacred to Hathor, Ipet, Reret, Sct,
Ta-Weret, and Thoueris.

HORSE: The horse is a Chinese zodiac animal that corresponds to

the Moon. When their hooves strike sparks, horses correspond to
the element of fire. They symbolize stamina, strength, power,

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love, devotion, loyalty, and sacred kingship. Call upon the horsc
lor [ertility and coping under difficult circumstances.

The horse was a Celtic totem beast, symbol of energy, power,
and fertility. Horses were held sacred by the Trojans, and were
the clan totem of the Centaurs of Magnesia. Horsehair has magical
properties.

Horses are sacred to many Celtic goddesses: Badb Catha, Epona,
i, Etain, Macha, Maeve, Medb, Modrun, Nemain, Rhiannon, and
Rizantona. They are also sacred to Artemis, Astarte, Athene Hippia,
elenus, Bellerophon, centaurs, Chrysippos (Golden Horse), Dan-
ais, Demeter, Freyr, the Great Goddess, Hippodameia (Horse-tam-
«r), Hippolyte (Queen of the Amazons), Minerva, Neptune (patron
ol horse races), Pegasus, and Poseidon Hippios (Lord of Horses).
I'hey are sacred to corn spirits as Corn Foal and Corn Horse.

The bay horse is sacred to Xanthus and the piebald horse to
ILdius. White horses are sacred to Rhiannon and correspond to
the Sun. Mares are sacred to Agnaippe (the Mare Who Destroys
Mercifully), Demeter, Epona, Melanippe (Black Mare), Nicippe
tVictorious Mare), and Rhiannon. Red mares are sacred to Aine of
kuockaine. A mare’s tooth placed on the head was a charm
apainst frenzied madness. White mares are sacred to Leucippe
«White Mare), Rhiannon, and Rigantona.

l'oals are sacred to Hippasus, ponies to Epona. Stallions are sa-
« red to Varuna and steeds to Dadhikravan.

11YRAX: The hyrax is sacred to the Triple Goddess.

I VWCRAL: Jackals correspond to the planet Mercury. They are sa-
« red to Anubis, Duamutef, Shmashana-Kali, and Wepwawet.

/ VG UAR: The jaguar’s element is earth and it is used for power. It is
wacred to Ai Apaec, the Balam, Jaguar, Oka, Sinaa, and Tepeyollotl.

11I'OPARD: Leopards are sacred to Aphrodite.

1TON:The lion is the prime solar beast. Its planet is the Sun, its ¢l-
cment is fire, and Leo is its astrological house. Spring and summer
are the scasons of the lion. It symbolizes royalty, eternal solar
ligzht, and the present.

Lions are called upon for power, courage, boldness, protec-
non, invincibility, and strength. Lions” eyes were believed to con-
fer invincibility,
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Lion was the fourth level of initiation into the cult of Mithras.
Ancient Egyptians decorated their beds with lions to guard them
while they slept. The lions of the Eastern and Western Horizons
enabled them to sleep and rise again as the Sun did.

Lions are sacred to Anaitis, Anatha, Artemis (A Lion Unto
Women), Atum, Cybele, David, Durga, the Goddess, Hathor,
Hebat, Helios, Hera, Hercules, Inanna, Ishhara, Ishkur, Ishtar,
Khnemu (Governor of Lions), Llew Llaw Gyffes (the Lion with
the Steady Hand), Narasimba, Ninhursaga, Parvati, Samson, Sekh-
met, Smyrna, Tefnut, Ti-Jean Pietro, Urana, and Vishnu.

The lioness is sacred to Al Uzzah, Astarte, Mekhit, Mut,
Nyavirezi, Pakhet (She Who Scratches), and Shesmetet. Mountain
lions are sacred to Rhea. They were a clan totem of the Centaurs
of Magnesia.

LYNX: Venus is the lynx’s planet, autumn its season. The lynx is
sacred to love goddesses Lug, Mafdet, and Toa’lalit.

MOLE: According to Pliny, the Magi looked upon the mole with
more awe than any other living creature. Moles correspond to the
planet Earth, and can be called upon for Earth magic.

MONGOOSE: The mongoose is sacred to Atum and Ningilin. The
ichneumon mongoose was called the pharaoh’s cat in ancient
Egypt, where it was venerated because it destroyed crocodile eggs.

MOOSE: Moose symbolize integrity, value, and being headstrong,.

MOUSE: Mice symbolize pestilence and are sometimes associatcd
with fairies. They were held sacred in ancient Philistis, Knossos,
and Phocis. Mice are sacred to corn spirits and Apollo Smintheus.
White mice were kept in the temples of Apollo as charms against
plague and rats.

OPOSSUM: The opossum is sacred to Tatevali, Our Grandfather.
OTTER: Otters, which are sacred to the Native American goddess
Otter Woman, symbolize laughter, grace, empathy, curiosity, mis

chievousness, and female power.

0OX: The ox is a Chinese zodiac animal. [ts scason is winter; it sym
bolizes strength and reliability. Oxen are sacred (0 Artemis,
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Athene, the Divine Husbandman, Epona, Gozutenno, Osiris, and
Minerva. Young oxen are sacred to corn spirits. Oxen were one of
the propitiatory offerings made to Osiris.

Red oxen are sacred to Seth (the Red God). Wild oxen are sa-
cred to Buana and Rimn.

PANTHER: Panthers are sacred to Agassou, Dionysus, Dus-Shara,
Mafdet, Muso Koroni, Set, and Sharruma.

PORCUPINE: Porcupine quills are charms against the evil eye.
PUMA: Pumas are sacred to Cit Chac Coh, Tatevali, and Tepeyollotl.

RABBIT: The rabbit is a Chinese zodiac animal that corresponds
to the Moon. It symbolizes alertness, procreation, and nervous-
ncess. Rabbits are sensitive to the evil eye and are sometimes asso-
ciated with fairies. They are sacred to corn spirits, Inaba, Kaltesh,
Master Rabbit, Mexith, Rabbit, and Wenet. Rabbits’ movements
were once used as a means of divination. White rabbits are sacred
to the Chinese goddess Chang-O, Queen of the Moon.

RAT: The rat is a Chinese zodiac animal that symbolizes impend-
ing wealth. Rats and bandicoots are sacred to Ganesha.

RIEINDEER: Reindeer are sacred to the Siberian god Picvu’cin,
who guards them.

SHEEP: Sheep are a Chinese zodiac animal and a male symbol.
They are sacred to corn spirits, Pan, and the Mesopotamian sheep
poddess Sirtur. Bighorn sheep are sacred to Ganaskidi.

Ewes are sacred to Arne, Duttur, Khebieso, and Seret. Imbolc,
for Celts, was a feast that marked the lactation of ewes. Lambs are
sacred to Amnisian nymphs, Jesus (the Lamb of God), and Mari-
amne (the Sea Lamb).

The ram is a Celtic totem beast whose planet is the Sun. Spring
and the waxing year are its seasons, Aries its astrological housc.
Rams are sacred to Agni, Ammon, Ba, Baal-Hammon, Benadad,
Beneb-Djedet, Jupiter, Kherty, Khnum, Lugh, Mendes, Nirnali,
Osiris, Poscidon, Shango, Sore-Gus, Surya, Varuna, Xewioso, and
/¢us.

SQUIRRIL: Squirrels are sacred (o Ratatosk.
e — ———————
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SWINE: Swine are psychopomps, connected with death and the
underworld. The Moon is their planet. They are sacred to the
Romano-Celtic god Moccus and to the Egyptian god Set.

Pigs are a Chinese zodiac animal that symbolize death, destiny,
fertility, the underworld, immortality, and transforming powers.
Pigs are able to see winds. Arkan Sonney, also called Lucky Pig-
gies, are Manx fairy pigs who bring good luck if caught.

Pigs were held taboo in ancient Britain. Eating pork was taboo
in ancient Egypt, except at the closest Full Moon to Winter Sol-
stice, when pigs were sacrificed to Isis and Osiris. Egyptians only
ate pork during the midwinter mysteries. Canaanites broke their
taboo on eating pork for the midwinter Boar’s Head Feast. Pork is
still taboo to Jews and Muslims.

Pigs are sacred to Adoni, Alphito, Attis, Banba, Bladud, Cerdo,
Cerridwen, corn spirits, death goddesses, Demeter, the Goddess,
the Goddess of life and death and healing, Hades, love and death
goddesses, Marica, Moccus, the Moon Goddess, Nangalha, the Old
White One, Orcus, Osiris, Persephone, Phorcys, Prosperine, and
Set.

The boar is a beast of death, a warrior that symbolizes wealth,
courage, and warrior strength. To Celts, the boar was a totem
beast and magical animal whose flesh they considered potent
magic. Boars are associated with Yule. Their bristles are charms
for strength and power.

Boars are sacred to Arduinna, Ares, Camulos, Freyja, Freyr, the
Goddess, Nut, Orcus, Phorcys, Rudra (Ruddy Divine Boar), Twrch
Trwyth, Varaha the Boar, and Vishnu. Rye Boar is sacred to corn
spirits. Wild boars are sacred to Ares and Set, black boars to Set.

Sows are sacred to Cerridwen the Sow, Choere, Demeter, the
Morrigan, the Goddess in her crone aspect, Marpessa, Phorcis,
Sukarasya, Syr, and Vajra Varahi, the Diamond Sow. They arc sa
cred to corn spirits as Barley Sow, Corn Sow, and Rye Sow. Hogs
are sacred to Kamapua.

TIGER: The tiger is a Chinese zodiac animal that symbolizes yang,
the feminine principle. The Chinese, who believe that tigers pro
vide protection, assign them the following correspondences:

Color: white
Direction: West
Season: autumn
Element: water, metal
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Body: lungs
Planet: Earth

The use of tiger parts in Chinese medicine is contributing to the
animals extinction. Tigers are sacred to the Hindu goddess Durga.
White tigers are a female symbol.

WEASEL: The weasel is a prophetic animal, sacred to Galanthis
and to Demeter in her prophetic aspect. Thessalonian witches are
said to have disguised themselves as weasels.

WOLF: The wolf is both a Celtic and a Native American totem
heast. Wolf is Teacher and Pathfinder in Native American religion
and was associated with the oak cult in Europe. Wolves corre-
spond to the Moon and to the star Sirius. East is their direction in
the Zuni tradition. The wolf symbolizes stability, thought, loyalty,
success, perseverance, and the past. Wolf prints symbolize track-
ing and movement. Wolf has the power to remove lechery.

Wolves are sacred to Acca Laurentia, Apollo Lykeios, Artemis,
Ccrridwen, Fabula, Faula, Fenrir, Garm, Harpalyce, Lupa (the She-
Wolf), Lupercus, Lycomedes, Lycus, Malsum, Mars, the Moon
Goddess, the Triple Goddess, and Wepwawet. They are sacred to
corn spirits as Barley Wolf, Corn Wolf, Oats Wolf, Pea Wolf, Pota-
1o Wolf, Rye Wolf, and Wheat Wolf.

Sea Mammals:
Sca mammals are sacred to Dagon, Pallas, Rahab, Salacia, and
l'iamat. Water is their element.

NOLPHIN: Native Americans regard dolphins as bringers of teach-
ings from water, a bridge between humans and the ocean. They are
ruled by the Moon. The New Year is their station on the Wheel of
the Year. The Child of Promise often rode in on a dolphin

Dolphins symbolize communication, joy, kindness, playful-
ness, breath control, and the breath of life. They are sacred to
Aphirodite, Apollo, Atargatis, Delphinus, Hat-Mehit (the First of
the Fish), and Poseidon.

I'ORPOISE: 'The porpoise was one of the three royal fish of ancient
hritain. Porpoises were held taboo by Hebrews, whose ark of the
covenant is said to have been covered with porpoise skin. Porpoise
conlers invincibility and is sacred (o Apollo and Poscidon.
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SEAL: Seals correspond to the Moon and are sacred to Nuli’rahak
(the Big Woman), Phoceus (the Seal King), Poseidon, Proteus, and
Thetis. They were held taboo by ancient Hebrews. Selkies arc
Scottish seal fairies, found near Orkney and Shetland. Female selk-
ies sometimes take human husbands. Male selkies raise storms and
overturn boats in revenge for seal hunting.

WHALE: Whales are record keepers. The whale was one of the
three royal fish of ancient Britain. Orcas (killer whales) are sacred
to Masset San and Sga’na.

The narwhal is also called the sea unicorn. Its horn represents
the spiral of immortality.

MARINE LIFE

All marine life corresponds to the element of water. It is sacred to
Djila’qon, Glaucus, Ka’'cak, Kere’tkun, Neptune, Nereus, Peruten,
Phorcys, Proteus, Sedna, Tinirau, and Yemaya.

CONCH: Conchs are sacred to Gandha Tara, Krishna, Tecciztecatl
(the Conch Shell Lord), and the Tritons. Conch shells normally
twist leftward, so shells that twist to the right have occult valuc.
Conch shells are sacred to Aphrodite. A conch shell is an attribute
of Vishnu; a conch called Panchajanya is one of Krishna’s at-
tributes. In India, the conch shell is a symbol of victory in battlc.

COWRIE: Cowries are sacred to the West African vegetation god
Soului and are a symbol of the Afro-Caribbean/Brazilian goddcss
Yemoja/Yamaya.

CRAB: Crabs symbolize the dreamworld. Cancer is their astrologi
cal house. They are sacred to Nzambi and Toko’yoto.

EEL: Eels are sacred to Riiki, the Suijin, and Te Tuna (Phallus)
They were held taboo by ancient Hebrews. Reef eels are sacred to
Pusiraura.

FISH: Fish symbolize knowledge, freedom, and death. They are
talismans against drowning. Pisces is their astrological housc,
winter their season. Pairs of fish are a good omen, symbolizing
life, birth, fertility, fecundity, and prosperity.

Fish are sacred to occan gods like Dylan, Poscidon, ‘T'ethra
(Lord of the Sca Cattle), the ‘Tritons, and (o the love goddesses
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Aphrodite the Fish, Atargatis/Derceto, Dea Syria, and Venus.
ey are also sacred to Ea, Enki, Dagon, Hatmehyt (She Who
I.cads the Fishes), Hermes, Jesus, Varuna, Vatea, and Vishnu.

Cuttlefish are sacred to Aphrodite and Fe’e, the Polynesian
dcath god. Perch are sacred to the Egyptian goddess Neith.
salmon symbolize knowledge, instinct, determination, and per-
sistence. A salmon in a pool symbolizes philosophical retire-
ment. Salmon are sacred to Anaulikutsaix, who oversees the
salmon runs, to Fintan, and to Tsa’qamae, god of the salmon
migration.

Sharks symbolize survival and adaptability. They are sacred
to Chac Uayab Xoc (the Great Demon Shark), Matuka Tago Tago,
and Tumu-I-Te-Are-Toka (the Great Shark). Sturgeon (one of the
(hree royal fish of ancient Britain), were considered an aphrodi-
siac in ancient Greece along with tunny and periwinkles. All
three fish are sacred to Aphrodite.

Jellyfish are sacred to Medusa, who was transformed into a
Gorgon with snakes for hair as punishment for making love
with Poseidon in Athene’s temple. The octopus is sacred to the
Cretan goddess. Scallops were considered an aphrodisiac in an-
cient Greece. They are sacred to Aphrodite and Margarito
(Lady of the Pearls). Seahorses can be called upon for confi-
dence. Sea urchins are sacred to Aphrodite. Squid are sacred to
llydra and the Goddess.

REPTILES

Reptiles are sacred to the Chiccan, Maya rain gods of the four
quarters, and to the Hawaiian reptile god Mo’o.

ALLIGATOR: Alligators symbolize aggression, survival, and adapt-
ability. They are sacred to Cipactli, the Aztec Earth Mother.

CHAMELEON: Chameleons are sacred to the Central African god
Leza.

CROCODILE: Water is the crocodile’s element. Crocodiles are sa-
cred to Hao, Itzam Na, Khentekhai, Nuga, Nyakaya, Osiris, Sct,
and Sobck (the Rager). The left eyetooth of a crocodile was a
charm against fever.

FROG: I'rogs symbolize transtormation, rebirth, and teceming life,
They correspond to the clement of water. The frog was a symbol
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of resurrection for both Christians and ancient Egyptians. A frog
amulet is used to invoke the power of the frog-headed Egyptian
goddess, Heket. Frogs are sacred to the Ah Hayaob (Great Frog),
Heket, Herst, Nun, and Tlatecuhtli.

A dove’s heart and a frog’s head, dried, powdered, and sprin-
kled on the breast of a sleeping woman was believed to make her
confess all her actions. The powder had to be removed once she
woke to prevent delirium. A frog, fed to a dog in meat, was a
charm to silence it.

IGUANA: Iguanas are sacred to Chibirias and Itzam Na (Iguana
House).

LIZARD: The night goddess Evaki stole sleep from the eyes of liz-
ards and gave it to all living creatures. Lizards symbolize agility
and conservation. They can be called upon for dreams and are sa-
cred to Abas, Atum, Itzamna (Lizard House), Re Atum, Saurus, and
Tate Rapawiyema. Monitor lizards are sacred to Sir Monitor Lizard,
spotted lizards to Ascalabus.

SALAMANDER: Salamanders correspond to the elements of fire
and water.

SNAKE/SERPENT: Serpents are phallic totems, the totem beast of
fire from within Earth. Snakes are Chinese zodiac animals that cor-
respond to the Moon. They are sexual emblems and Celtic totem
beasts. Water-dwelling snakes correspond to the element water;
land-dwelling snakes correspond to earth; serpents in general cor-
respond to fire. Autumn and winter are their seasons.

Serpents symbolize transformation, sexuality, renewal, changc,
fertility, temptation, lunar mystery, and the ceaseless lunar tides
of time. Two entwined snakes symbolize healing. Snakes symbol-
ize jealousy in Shintoism, rain and fertility to Pueblo Indians. The
shed skin of a snake symbolizes rebirth and is a charm for easy
childbirth. The snake’s act of shedding its skin represents lifc,
death, and rebirth. Associated with magical power by many cul-
tures ancient and modern, serpents can be called upon for lifc,
health, lust, and fertility.

Bio-energy (called prana, ch’i, or kundalini), is sometimes rep
resented as a coiled snake that rests in the root chakra. Sacred to
Shakti, kundalini is serpent power, the cosmic energy of the uni-
verse that rests at the base ol the spine. A snake’s tooth, plucked
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while the snake is still alive, is a charm against malaria. The sight
of a snake was once believed to cause miscarriage or induce labor.

Celts held snakes sacred to Brighid, Danu, and Sucecllos;
Greco-Romans held them sacred to Asclepius, Athene, Delphinc,
Demeter, Hades, Hercules, Lamia, Medusa, Ophion, and Pcrsc-
phone. Hindus hold them sacred to Ananta (the World Serpent),
Devi, Kundalini, Mahanaga, Nagaraja, and Shesha-Naga. Egyptians
held them sacred to Amun, Apep, Atum, Hathor, Isis, Meretseger,
Ncith, Set, Tefnut, and Uatchit.

Snakes are also sacred to Agathos Daimon, Al Uzzah, Angitia,
Angru Mainyu, Coatlicue (Serpent Lady), Dan Pietro, the Devil,
live, Great Rainbow Snake, Kukulcan (Feathered Serpent), Libya,
Mari, Nabu, Ningizzida, and Quetzalcoatl. Twin serpents are sa-
cred to Mercury.

In The Papyrus of Ani, the scribe Ani takes the part of the ser-
pent Seta for this spell:

I am the serpent Seta, whose years are many. I lie
down and I am born day by day. I am the serpent Seta,
which dwelleth in the limits of the earth. I lie down, I
am born, I renew myself, I grow young day by day.!¢

The Egyptian amulet of the serpent’s head, made of red stone or
paste, was used to invoke the power of Isis as great Snake Goddess
to repel serpents. This spell was used to empower the amulet:

O Serpent! I am the flame which shineth upon the
Opener of hundreds of thousands of years, and the
standard of young plants and flowers. Depart ye from
me, for I am the divine Lynx.!”

The adder is sacred to Nidhogge. Binding its skin to a woman’s an-
klc is a charm to induce labor. Asps are sacred to Anatha, the
Canaanite goddess of war. The cobra is the Eye of Ra. It symbol-
ized royalty and sovereignty in ancient Egypt, where Cleopatra is
more likely to have used a cobra than an asp to commit suicide.
Cobras are sacred to Buto/Uadjit, Edjo, Hermouthis, Hetepes,
Meceretseger, Renenutet, and Sekhus.

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Pythons are sacred to Ningizzida, Python, and the Pythian
priestess of Apollo at Delphi. Rattlesnakes are sacred to Coyolxu-
ahqui, the Aztec star goddess. Vipers are sacred to Echidne, the
serpent woman of Greek mythology.

TOAD: The toad has been regarded as a magical creature since
very ancient times. Modern science has only recently come to ap-
preciate possible applications for the chemicals, toxic and other-
wise, secreted by toads through their skin. Ash of burnt toad
worn in a mojo bag around the neck is said to cure bed-wetting.
Toads are sacred to the Aztec goddess Tlaltecuhtli.

TORTOISE: The tortoise carries the world on his back. He also
rules over northern China. His season is winter and he is sacred to
the Ah Hayaob, Hsi Wang, Kurma, and Lugh.

TURTLE: Native Americans called America Turtle Island. They
considered the turtle a source of creativity. Turtles symboliz¢
Mother Earth and self-containment.

INSECTS

Insects correspond to the element of air.

ANT: Ants symbolize teamwork and self-discipline. They are sa-
cred to Ahriman, the Persian god of darkness.

BEE: Bees are sacred to the Ah Muzencab, Callisto (Queen Bee),
Cybele (the Queen Bee), Mellonia, Neith, and Usins. Honeybeces
are sacred to Melissa.

BEETLE: Beetles are ruled by the Sun and sacred to Ra. Scarab bece-
tles symbolized life, creative power, and the perpetual renewal of
life in ancient Egypt. Wear a scarab as a protective amulet, or for
manliness or creative power. They are sacred to Atum, Iusaas, and
Khepera. Egyptians wrapped scarab amulets in mummies’ bandag-
es as charms for resurrection and potential life. The amulets were
usually made of green basalt, limestone, green granite, marblc,
blue paste or glass, or purple, blue, or green porcelain.

The Ceremony of the Beetle: This ceremony was used to make
the Ring of Horus, a green stone scarab st in gold. Perform it
onday 7 9 10120 11, 16, 21, 24, or 25 of the lunar cycle.
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« Burn myrrh incense. Fill a stone vessel with ointment of
myrrh, lilies, or cinnamon. (Try steeping cinnamon sticks
in unscented hand cream or petroleum jelly for a weck or
s0.) Offer incense, then leave the ring in the ointment for
3 days.

» Decorate the altar with bread and seasonal fruits. Offer the
ring on grapevines, if possible. (Try a florist or craft shop.)

+ Early in the morning on the third day, take the ring out and
anoint yourself with the ointment. Face east and recite this
spell:

I am Thotb, the inventor and founder of medicine

and letters;
Come to me, thou that are under the eartb,

Rise up to me, thou great spirit.’®
e Wear the ring.

BUTTERFLY: The butterfly symbolizes rebirth and transformation.
It symbolized perfection to the Aztecs. Butterflies are sacred to
Great Butterfly and Itzpapalotl (Obsidian Butterfly).

CENTIPEDE: Centipedes are sacred to Sepa.

DRAGONFLY: The dragonfly symbolizes swiftness, immortality,
whirlwinds, and a carefree life. Zunis considered them shamanic
creatures with supernatural powers. Dragonflies are sacred to
Kangalogba and Toro.

ILY: Flies are sacred to Beelzebub (Lord of the Flies), to Baal-
Z¢bul (Lord of Zebulon), and to Deus Moscarum. Musca Magica,
the Magic Fly, was a charm the ancients made to keep flies away.
According to Virgil, the charm involved making a gold or bronz¢
fly the size of a frog while the second aspect of Aquarius was as-
cendant, and invoking Muiagros (Fly Catcher), the fly god Dcus
Moscarum, Zeus Apomious, and Apomious (Averter of Flics).
Iung at the top of a post near the city gate, this charm was said (o
keep entire communities from being annoyed by flies.

The may-fly is sacred to the Irish hero Cuchulainn.

R A Wallis Budge, Feypdian Magic, poad
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LOCUST: Locusts symbolize destruction. They are sacred to
Apollo. Pharaoh’s daughter seduced King Solomon with magic
using three locusts and a scarlet thread.

MOSQUITO: Mosquitos are sacred to Nunusomikeeqoném.
PRAYING MANTIS: The praying mantis is sacred to I Kaggen.

SCORPION: Scorpions are sacred to Ahriman, Ishara, Nehebu-Kau,
Scorpion Man, Selket, Seth, and Ti Bitjet. Scorpio is their astrologi-
cal house. Babylonians believed that scorpion-people guarded the
seven gates of the underworld, which was located in a mountain.
The seven scorpions of Isis were called Tefen, Befen, Mestet,
Mestetef, Petet, Thetet, and Matet.

SPIDER: Spiders connect the past with the future. They symboliz¢
creativity, the pattern of life, and the Web. Spiders are sacred to
Anansi, Arachne, Ariadne, Macardit, Marawa, Mulungu, Great Spi-
der, Nareau (the Old Spider), Spider Woman, Thinking Woman,
Tule, and Uttu.

WORM: Worms are sacred to the Polynesian creator gods Te-Aka-
Ia-Roe, Te-Manaka-Roa, and Te-Tanga-Eugae.

BIRDS

Birds correspond to the element of air and the planet Mercury.
Spring is their season. Birds are sacred to the ancient Hindu Sun
god Garuda, the Celtic goddess Rhiannon, and the Hindu god
Vishnu.

Pairs of birds symbolize the power of life, spirituality, and the
immortality of the soul. Omens were read in bird calls and the
flight of birds in ancient times. Birds can be the message or the
messenger, omens of bloodshed or prophetic knowledge.

BLACKBIRD: Feathers from the right wing of a blackbird, sus
pended by a red thread from the middle of a house that has never
been occupied, were said to make it impossible for anyonc to
sleep in the house until they were taken away.

BLUEJAY: Bluejay is a trickster and Mercury is his planct.
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BUZZARD: Buzzards are sacred to Chinigchinich. They were wor-
shiped by Native Americans at San juan Capistrano.

CARDINAL: The cardinal is sacred to Tatevali, Our Grandfather.

CHICKEN: The rooster is a Chinese zodiac animal and the Orphic
bird of resurrection. It corresponds to the Sun. Roosters are sa-
cred to Aesculapius, Karttikey, Kenken-Ur (Great Cackler), Lugh,
Velchanos, and Zeus Velchanos. They are sacred to corn spirits as
Corn Cock, Harvest Cock, Red Cock, and Stubble Cock. The Egyp-
lian Book of the Dead contains the following invocation:

I watch and guard the Egg of the Great Cackler. I
grow, and it groweth; it groweth, and I grow; I live,
and it liveth.*

liens are sacred to Cerridwen/Hen Wen. Their station on the
Wheel of the Year is August 6 to September 2. Hens are sacred to
corn spirits as Clucking Hen and Harvest Hen. Black hens are sa-
cred to the death goddess.

Eggs symbolize initiation. They correspond to the Sun, are sa-
cred to Helius and Vulcan. Use eggs and onions, which are both
ibsorbatives, to purify the house on the 30th of each month, then
lcave them for Hecate at a place where three roads meet.

COCKEREL: Cockerels are sacred to the Irish fire goddess Brighid
.nd the Hindu war god Skanda.

CORMORANT/SEA CROW: Cormorants are sacred to the Celtic
gods Bran and Morvran (Sea Crow). Spring Equinox is their station
on the Wheel of the Year. Calypso’s island had oracular sea crows.

CRANE: Cranes can be called upon for wisdom. They symboliz¢
solitude, longevity, independence, and literary and poetic secrets.
A pair of cranes symbolizes good fortune and elegant litcrary
style. Cranes are sacred birds, a Taoist symbol of wisdom and im-
mortality. Alphabetic secrets were once drawn from the flight of
cranes. They are associated with willow trees. August 6 to Sep-
tember 2 s their station on the Wheel of the Ycar.

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The crane is sacred to Apollo and his sister Artemis, and to
Athene, Badb, Esu, Hermes, Kali, the Morrigan, Nan-ji-Hsian
Weng, Palamedes, Shou Lao, and Theseus. It is also sacred to the
Triple Goddess because its mating dance has nine steps. Whitc
cranes symbolize longevity and are sacred to Hsi Wang Mu.

CROW: The crow is a Celtic totem beast, an oracular bird that au-
gers battle and bloodshed. Saturn is its planet, November 25 to
December 22 its station on the Wheel of the Year. Crows symbol-
ized long life in Greece and Italy. They are sacred to Asclepias,
Apollo, Athene, Bran, Coronis, Cronus, Jehovah, Saturn, Tulugusaq

Yangwu (Sun Crow), and to the Celtic goddesses Badb (Crow of

Battle), Eriu, Etain Echraide, Macha, Maeve, Medb, the Morrigan,
Nemain, and Rhiannon. White crows are sacred to Branwen. The
night crow’s station on the Wheel of the Year is May 14 to June 10.

CUCKOQO: Hebrews held the cuckoo taboo. It is sacred to Athene,
Hera, and Juno.

DIVING BIRDS: Diving birds are sacred to Athene and Hera. They
are associated with the death of the sacred king by drowning

DOVE: Doves symbolize long life and forgiveness. They symbol-
ized love in China, the renewal of life to the Greeks, and deliver-
ance to the Hebrews. A pair of doves symbolizes wedded bliss.
Venus is their planet. They can be called upon for sex magic, love
spells, peace, fertility, and prosperity. Irish legend has it that the
souls of the blessed become doves and swans.

Doves are sacred to Aphrodite, Atargatis, the Great Goddess,
the Holy Spirit, love goddesses, Lupa, Maia, Rachel, Rhea, Semira-
mis (Sublime Dove), Turan, and Venus. A flock of doves is sacred to
the Pleiades, the Sailing Ones. The rock dove is sacred to Hercules.

Turtledoves symbolize conjugal love, fidelity, and passion.
Carrying a turtledove’s heart in a wolf’s skin was supposed to
cause you to lose your appetite forever. Hanging a turtledovce's
feet from a tree was believed to prevent the tree from ever bear-
ing fruit again.

DUCK: Ducks symbolize happy marriage in Egypt. January 22 1o
February 18 is their station on the Wheel of the Year. Ducks are
sacred to Penclope and Sequana.
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I’AGLE: The eagle symbolizes success, fearlessness, prospcrity,
clear vision, soaring spirit, and power in battle. Eagles are associat-
¢d with shamans and ruled by the Sun. Summer is their season,
December 22 their station on the Wheel of the Year. Native Amer-
wcans consider the eagle a divine spirit and the Sun’s primary ser-
vant. To Aztecs, the eagle was a symbol of heavenly power and
the rising Sun. Ancient Hebrews held them taboo.

Eagles are sacred to Agni, Bel, Dushara, Ehagabal, Fintan,
Ganymede, Heliogabalos, Hirgab (the Father of the Eagles),
Istem, Jupiter, Sumul (Mother of the Eagles), Tate Velike Vimali,
Tonatiuh (Soaring Eagle), and Zeus.

Winter Solstice is the eaglet’s station. Golden eagles symbolize
peace. They were held sacred in ancient times, but considered un-
clean by the Hebrews. The swan eagle is sacred to Niobe. Bald ea-
gles symbolize clear vision. Royal eagles are sacred to Tatevali.

I'ALCON: Falcons correspond to the Sun and can be called upon
for omens. They are sacred to Anty (He with the Talons), Calypso,
Circe (She-falcon), Freya, Frigg, Horakhty (Horus of the Horizon),
lHorus (the High One), Khonsu, Mentu, Ra Sokar, Sopedu, Wek-
wek, and Yah.

GANNET: Gannets are sacred to Ceyx.

GOOSE: The goose’s station on the Wheel of the Year is October
29 to November 25. Geese are sacred to Amun, Aphrodite,
Brahma, Brahmani, Gae, Geb (the Great Cackler), Gengen Wer,
Hansa, Isis, Kaltesh, Ra, and Seb. Geese were offered to Osiris in
propitiation. They are sacred to corn spirits as Inning Goose and
Harvest Goose.

Ganders are sacred to corn spirits. Autumn Equinox is the
wild goose’s station. The Nile goose is sacred to Amun. Hebrews
held the barnacle goose taboo.

HHAWK: Air is the hawk’s element, April 16 to May 13 its station
on the Wheel of the Year. Hawks symbolize observation and mes-
sages. They represented heaven in predynastic Egypt and are con-
sidered sky messengers by Native Americans. Hawks are sacred to
Ash, Circe, Fintan, Gwalchmai, Hawk Maiden, Horus, Inca, Isis,
Nephthys, Qebehsenceut, Sheps, and Sokar (Lord of the Mysterious
Region).
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Chickenhawks are sacred to Kallin Kallin, eaglehawks to
Warana and Yalungur. Native Americans call the kite Clairvoyant
Woman. Kites were held taboo by ancient Hebrews. They are sa-
cred to Boreas, Isis, and Nephthys. Carrying a kite’s head near
your breast was supposed to grant you the love and favor of all
men and women. Anointing a cock’s comb with a kite’s blood
was believed to stop the cock from crowing again.

The Egyptian Book of the Dead contains the following prayer:

May I rise, may I gather myself together as the beau-
tiful golden hawk which hath the head of a bennu
bird. May I enter into the presence of Ra daily to
hear his words, and may I sit amongst the mighty
gods of Nut. May a homestead be made ready for me,
and mighty offerings of food and drink be put before
me therein. May I eat therein; may I become a shin-
ing one therein; may I be filled therein to my heart’s
fullest desire . . .2°

HERON: A heron flying out of sunlight symbolized joy and hope
in ancient Egypt, where herons were sacred to Atum. Hebrews
held them taboo.

HOOPOE: The hoopoe is an oracular bird that was said to have
told King Solomon prophetic secrets. It confers invincibility and is
sacred to Tereus.

HUMMINGBIRD: Hummingbirds symbolize optimism, sweetness,
and joy. Native Americans considered the hummingbird a messcn-
ger. They charged it with the power to stop time, because of its
ability to hover in the air. Hummingbirds are sacred to Ah Kin
Xoc, Huitzilopochtli, and P’izlimtec.

IBIS: The ibis corresponds to the Moon. It is sacred to Hermes,
Mercury, Rubanga, and the Egyptian Moon gods Thoth and Yah.
Hebrews held the ibis taboo.

KINGFISHER/HALCYON: Kingfishers have the magical power to

allay storms. They are sacred to Alcyone and Ceyx. Winter Sol
stice is their station on the Wheel of the Year.

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The dried body of a kingfisher was a talisman against light-
ning. Pliny recommended dried, powdered halcyon nests as a
cure for leprosy.

LAPWING/BLACK PLOVER: The lapwing’s poetic meaning is “dis-
guise the secret.” Winter Solstice is its station on the Wheel of the
Year. Lapwing eyes are supposed to confer invincibility.

Lapwings were used for augury by the Etruscans, and were
held taboo by ancient Hebrews. When depicted with pinioned
wings in Old Kingdom Egyptian art, they symbolized the people
under the pharaoh’s rule and Upper Egypt’s rule of Lower Egypt.
In New Kingdom art, lapwings symbolized Egypt’s enemies. A lap-
wing with upraised human arms, in a basket with a star, means
“all the people give praise.” The Greek proverb “more deceitful
than a lapwing” was used to describe artful beggars.

LARK: Summer Solstice is the lark’s station on the Wheel of the
Year.

MACAW: Macaws are sacred to Tatevali, Our Grandfather.

MAGPIE: The magpie is a prophetic bird of the Goddess of Death-
in-Life and Life-in-Death.

NIGHTINGALE: The nightingale can be called upon for eloquence.
It is sacred to Aedon and Philomela.

OSTRICH: An ostrich plume was the Egyptian hieroglyph for both
the goddess Ma’at and the word truth. It was the Feather of Truth
against which Osiris weighed the hearts of the dead on his balance.

OWI.: Owls symbolize the collective unconscious and the wisdom
of the dreamworld. They can be called upon for wisdom, truth,
cnlightenment, patience, and astral travel. Witches of the lefi-
hand path sent the fetch, an owl, via astral projection to summon
souls to the Sabbat.

The owl is the bird of death, death’s dread messenger. Ro-
mans called owls funeral birds and believed they foretold death.
In old England, it was believed that a member of the family would

dic it an owl perched on a castle. Anglo-Saxons called both owls
and witches hags. Native Americans consider owls the (otem ani
mal of scers and mystics, Early Christians associated owls with de
monic possession. Hebrews held them taboo
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Owls are the messengers of Athene, Hecate, Lilith, and Perse-
phone. They are associated with Halloween and sacred to Annis the
Blue Hag, Artemis, Asclepias, Athena, Blodeuwedd (the Owl), Gwy,
Hecate, Lilith, Medusa, Minerva, Nyctimene, and Persephone.

The barn owl is the Death Owl. Placing a barn owl’s heart and
right foot on a sleeping man was supposed to make him answer
any question asked of him. Placing this charm in your armpit was
said to prevent dogs from barking at you. Hanging it up in a tree
with an owl’s wing was said to cause birds to assemble there.

The horned owl is sacred to Calypso. Pliny said that, accord-
ing to the Magi, placing a horned owl's heart on a sleeping wo-
man would make her tell all her secrets. Shakespeare described
the screech owls power thus:

Whilst the screech-owl, screeching loud,
Puts the wretch that lies in woe
In remembrance of a shroud.?’

Screech owls are sacred to Annis and Lilith. The goddess Ana was
demonized by Christians into Annis the Blue Hag, who turned
into a screech owl at night to suck the blood of children. Spotted
owls are associated with witchcraft.

PARROT: Parrots can be called upon for creativity and fertility.

PARTRIDGE: The partridge is an erotic symbol. It is sacred to
Aphrodite, the Great Goddess, all love goddesses, Perdix, and
Talus.

PEACOCK: A spread peacock tail represents the stars in the sky.
According to William Blake, “The pride of the peacock is the glory
of God.” Peacock feathers can be used in love spells. Peacock
fans figured in the rites of Juno. Peacocks are sacred to Bera-Pen-
nu, Hera, Iris, Juno, Karttikeya, Kaumari, Mahamayuri (Great
Daughter of the Peacock), Skanda, Tarri-Pennu, and the peacock
angels Iblis and Taus.

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PELICAN: Pelicans symbolize maternal piety. They were held -
boo by ancient Hebrews.

PHEASANT: Pheasants were held sacred in ancient Greece. De-
cember 24 to January 21 is their station on the Wheel of the Year.

PIGEON: Pigeons are sacred to Nyongu, rock pigeons to Wodoi.
PLOVER: The white plover is sacred to Yamato-dake.

QUAIL: The quail is an erotic symbol, sacred to Artemis, Asteria,
Delian Apollo, Hercules Melkarth, and Melkarth.

RAVEN: Ravens are oracular birds of death and prophecy that au-
ger battle and bloodshed. Saturn is their planet, November 25 to
December 22 their station on the Wheel of the Year. Call upon
the raven for shapeshifting, shamanic power, and changes in con-
sciousness. Native Americans considered the raven a teacher and
trickster. According to Irish legend, lost souls become ravens. An-
cient Hebrews considered them unclean. Raven was the first level
of initiation into the cult of Mithras.

Ravens are sacred to Asclepias, Apollo, Athene, Bran, Coronis,
Cronos, Fodla, Freya, Morvran, Natosuelta, Odin, Big Raven, Sat-
urn, and to the Celtic goddesses Badb (Raven of Battle), Danu,
Eriu, Etain, Macha, Maeve, Medb, the Morrigan, Nemain, and Rhi-
annon. The Norse god Odin was accompanied by two ravens
called Huginn (Thought) and Muninn (Memory). Sea ravens are sa-
cred to Morvran and Odin.

ROBIN: Robins symbolize the New Year and are sacred to the
Celtic god Belin.

ROOK: November 26 to December 22 is the rook’s station on the¢
Wheel of the Year.

SEA BIRDS: All sea birds are sacred to Aphrodite and correspond
to the element of water. Seagulls are also sacred to the minor
Greek sea goddess Leucothea. March 19 to April 15 is their station
on the Wheel of the Year. Seamews are sacred to Aphrodite,
Ceyx, and Leucothea. Sea swallows are sacred (o the Polynesian
sca god Make Make.
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SNIPE: February 19 to March 18 is the snipe’s station on the

Wheel of the Year.

SPARROW: Sparrows correspond to the Moon and are used in scx
magic. They are sacred to Aphrodite, Venus, and Xuthus.

STARLING: The starling’s station on the Wheel of the Year is July
9 to August 5.

STORK: Storks are sacred to corn spirits. Ancient Hebrews held
them taboo. Stork Day is celebrated in Denmark in May.

SWALLOW: The swallow corresponds to those stars near the
North Star that never set. It is used in magic for love charms and
spells, especially those relating to new love. Swallows, which
rode in the prow of Ra’s solar boat, symbolized the imperishablc
souls of the dead in Egypt. They are sacred to Isis and Procne. The
Egyptian Book of the Dead gives the following invocation:

I am the swallow. I am the swallow. I am the scor-
pion, the daughter of Ra. Hail, ye gods whose scent is
sweet; hail, ye gods whose scent is sweet! Hail, thou
Flame, which comest forth from the horizon! Hail,
thou who art in the city . . . O stretch out up unto me
thine hands that I may be able to pass my days in the
Island of Flame. I have fared forth with my warrant. 1
have come with the power thereof. Let the doors be
opened unto me.?

SWAN: Swans are sacred birds, death birds, associated with PO
ets and alphabetical secrets. They symbolize grace, balance, and
innocence. Venus is their planet, Autumn Equinox their station
on the Wheel of the Year. The swan represents perfection and
spiritual transcendence in Hinduism and was held taboo by the
Hebrews.

Swans are sacred to Aed mac Lir, Angus, Aphrodite, Brahmu,
Brigit, Caer, Conn, corn spirits, Cycnus, Etain, Fiachra, Fionnula,
the Goddess, Midhir, Nemesis, Sarasvati, Tea, Turan, and Venus.
White swans are sacred to Brigid and Sarasvati. Whistling swans
correspond to Autumn Equinox. The mute swan’s station on the
Wheel of the Year is October 1 to October 29.

TOECA Wallis Budge The Feyplian Book of the Dead The Papyrus of i o AL
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THHRUSH: April 16 to May 13 is the thrush’s station on the Wheel
of the Year.

TITMOUSE: The titmouse’s station on the Wheel of the Year is
September 2 to September 30.

TURKEY: Turkeys are sensitive to the evil eye and likely to sicken
or die if their farm is hexed.

VULTURE: Vultures are sacred to Hathor, Isis, Mars, Mut, and
Nekhebet. Wear a vulture-goddess crown for spiritual develop-
ment, to expand the brain, to open the third eye, or to merge
with the goddess of life and death. The vulture symbolized Upper
lgypt, heaven, and the female principle in ancient Egypt. \X/hcn~
shown with the cobra of Lower Egypt, it symbolized the unity of
the country. The Egyptian amulet of the vulture, a golden vulture
with outstretched wings holding ankhs in its talons, invoked the
protective power of Isis as Divine Mother. The amulet was em-
powered with these words:

Isis cometh and hovereth over the city, and she goeth
about seeking the secret habitations of Horus as he
emergeth from his papyrus swamps, and she raiseth
up his shoulder which is in evil case. He is made one
of the company in the divine boat, and the sover-
eignty of the whole world is decreed for him. He hath
warred mightily, and he maketh his deeds to be
remembered; he hath made the fear of him to exist
and awe of him to have its being. His mother, the
Mighty Lady, protecteth him, and she hath transferred
her power unto him.**

Griffin vultures are sacred to Jehovah, Ma’at, and Osiris. They
were held taboo by ancient Hebrews.

WOODPECKER: The woodpecker is a prophetic bird, the bird of
the oak. Mars is its planet. It is sacred to Celeus, Dryope, Mars, Pi-

cus, and Zcus Picus.

WREN: The wren is a prophetic bird, Drui-en, the oracular bird
of the Celts, June 11 to July 8 is its station on the Wheel of the

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Year. Wrens are sacred to Bran, Cronos, and Saturn. Bran’s spur
row is another name for the wren. Wrens were associated with

oak and lightning in England and substituted for the woodpecker

in Ireland. European peoples considered it unlucky to kill a wren
or disturb its nest. Scots called it Our Lady of Heaven’s Hen:

Malisons, malisons, mair than ten
That barry the Ladye of Heaven's Hen.?’

The misfortunes that could befall such a person included lightning,
skin disease, broken bones, maimed hands, and cows giving bloody
milk. Despite this, the wren was hunted at solstice in France and
Britain, a custom that survived from pre-agricultural times.

The feathers of solstice wrens were charms against shipwreck.
The gold-crest wren is sacred to Cronos and Saturn. It was huntcd
when the Wheel of the Year turned a complete circuit.

WRYNECK/CUCKOO'S MATE/SNAKEBIRD: The wryneck is a mug
ical bird, the prime orgiastic bird of the Goddess. It corresponds to
the Moon. The wryneck was considered a sacred bird in Egypt and
Assyria and held sacred to the Moon Goddess in northern Thessaly
It was the clan totem of the Centaurs of Magnesia and is sacred (o
Dionyus Ixngies, the Goddess, 1o, Iynx, and Philyra.

Wrynecks were used in charms for love and rain. A live wry
neck spread-eagled to a fire wheel was the love charm Aphroditc
used to sustain Medea’s passion for Jason. Greek witches tied wry
necks to small wheels as love charms, making a spell as the bird
turned the wheel.

FANTASTIC BEASTS

BIEHEMOTH: The behemoth was a great marauding male land
heast, sometimes equated with the hippopotamus. It is sacred to
Bahamut, a huge fish on whom the giant bull, Kujara, stands. Ac-
cording to Islamic myth, this bull carries a rock of ruby on his
hack, and on this rock stands the angel who supports Earth on his
shoulders.

CIIIMAERA: The Chimaera (She-goat), had a lion’s head, a goat’s
body, and a serpent’s tail.

1DRAGON: Dragons can be positive or negative. In the East, they
are considered portents of prosperity and enlighteners of dark-
ness, but in Celtic tradition, dragons bring chaos, infertility,
wiste, and ruin. A dragon corresponds to the element of air if it
itics, the element of fire if it breathes fire, and the element of
carth if it dwells in a cave. Sea dragons correspond to the ele-
ment of water. Use dragons for Earth energy and serpent power.
bragons are sacred to Dahaka, Godi, Goru, Fafnir, Illuyankas
(the Dragon), Irnini, Ishhara, Ishtar, Medea (Dragon Queen),
Nidhogge, Ryujin (Dragon King), and Vritra. The green dragon is
1 male symbol. Sea dragons are sacred to Hung Sheng (the Holy
Ona), who protects fishing vessels.

The dragon is a Chinese zodiac animal, believed to produce
rain. It symbolizes yang, the male principle, in Tao. The Chinese
assign dragons the following correspondence:

color: green season: spring
direction: East part of the body: liver
clement: fire; wood

I'here are five kinds of Chinese dragons.

Imperial dragons, with five claws (all others have four claws);
Celestial dragons, who guard the heavenly abode of deities;
Dragon spirits, who rule wind and rain and cause floods;
Larth dragons, who clear rivers and deepen oceans;
Treasure-guarding dragons.
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GRIFFIN/GRYPHON: A griffin is a composite beast, half eagle and
half lion. It is sacred to Nemesis and can be called upon for wis-
dom, vengeance, and alertness to danger.

LEVIATHAN: The leviathan is a female sea beast, sometimes equat
ed with the whale. It is sacred to the Mesopotamian goddess
Tiamat, Dragonness of Chaos.

PHOENIX: The phoenix is a calendar beast, the legendary bird
that is reborn from its own ashes. Egyptians used an eagle with
painted wings to represent the phoenix in rituals. It is 2 male sym-
bol in China. The red phoenix symbolizes longevity. It is sacred to
Hsi Wang Mu, the Chinese goddess of longevity.

SPHINX: The sphinx is a composite beast with 2 woman’s facc
and eagle’s wings on a lion’s body. It corresponds to the Sun and
to the elements of earth and air. Call upon the sphinx for scx
magic, amorousness, and riddles. It is sacred to Ashtaroth, As-
tarte, Athene, Horus, Osiris, and Urania. Sphinx (the Throttler) is
an Assyrian calendar goddess who devours men when they fail
to correctly answer her riddles.

Scientists now suspect that the Sphinx at Giza is actually
least 10,000 years old. This would make it the oldest surviving hu-
man construct, created by an unknown civilization. Sands of Tim¢
are collected from between the paws of the Sphinx. Use them for
eternal spells, or add them to any spell to increase its longevity.

UNICORN: The unicorn corresponds to the element of spirit.
Only a virgin was said to be able to capture a unicorn. A unicorn
horn symbolizes power, zenith, obelisk, the upper pole, and the
spiral of immortality. The Japanese unicorn is called Kirin; the
Chinese unicorn is called Kilin.

COLORS

I< nowledge of colors is used for candle magic, color magic, spells,
potions, powders, rituals, psychic work, worship, invocations, and

altar decoration. There is a lot of color lore, but trust yourself in

this, as in everything else. If every source you can find recommends
blue for your spell, but you feel you should use red, use red.

_BLACK

Black symbolized resurrection and eternal life in ancient Egypt
and was a_symbol of wisdom to the Aztecs. It is the death color in_
Western countries, as it was in ancient Greece.

Saturn is black’s planet North its direction, and water its ele-

Use gray for loneliness, sorrow, neutral-
ity, and neutralizing negativity.
silver: Silver is the color of the New Moon, sacred to all
Moon goddesses. It symbolizes life in death. Use silver for
lunar magic, psychic development, and every kind of psy-
chic work, money spells, stability, banishing ncegativity, and
working with the Mother.
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WHITE

White corresponds to the New Moon, the direction West, and the
element of air. It symbolizes death in China. William Blake re
ferred to the “white light of reason.” A white candle can be substi
tuted for one of any other color in candle magic. A white candle
turned upside down represents a black candle.

White is sacred to Aphrodite, Batala, Cerridwen (White Lady
of Inspiration), Chango, Elegba, Gauri (Brilliant White), the Grea
Goddess, Moon goddesses, Obatala (Chief of the White Cloth),
the Triple Goddess, the White Goddess, White Tara, and Yemaya.

Use white for uncrossing, indrinking, purification, protce-
tion, spirituality, healing, truth, meditation, reason, creativity,
enlightenment, cleansing, clairvoyance, fallow periods, calm,
love, innocence, lunar magic, spiritual strength, ccstasy, omnip
otence, cosmic consciousness, male energy, rain spells, angcl
magic, working with the spirit world, work for small children,
unbiased judgment, and making sacred space. Wear white for
creation, re-creation, or Isis power.

clear: Clear symbolizes the spirit world and corresponds to

the element of air. Use it for clarity.

RED

Red symbolized wisdom to the Aztecs, the Otherworld to Celts,
fire and rage to the Egyptians, and sacrificial blood to the He-
brews. Red animals and red-haired strangers were sacrificed as fer-
tility charms for grain in ancient Egypt. Red was the color of death
in ancient Greece and Bronze Age Britain, where red ocher was
used in burials. It was taboo for commoners to eat red foods such
as lobster, bacon, or red berries, fruit, or mushrooms, except at
feasts to honor the dead. Red toadstools, apples, and rowan ber-
ries were all considered foods of the gods. Sacred kings had their
faces stained red, often with alder dye.

Red corresponds to the direction South, the element fire, the
Full Moon, and Mars, the Red Planet. Aries and Scorpio are its as-
trological houses. It symbolizes the male, electric principle.

Red is sacred to Adamu, Agayu, Ares, Astarte, Chango, Elegba,
Exu, Isis, Mars, the Great Goddess, Moon goddesses, Ogun, Pyrrha
(the Red One), Red Tezcatlipoca, Set (the Red God), and the Triplc
Goddess.

BROWN

Brown corresponds to both the planet Earth and the clement
carth. It is sacred to Earth god/desses and corn mothers, as well as
to the orishas Agayu, Babalu-Aye, Oya, Maman Brigitte, and Yansa.
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Use brown for grounding, balance, level-headedness, decisive-
ness, telepathy, Earth energy, material increase, Earth magic, find-
ing lost items, and working with animals.

YELLOW

Yellow corresponds to the Sun. Center is its direction. Yellow
symbolizes the creative, feminine power. It is a jester color that
also symbolizes bile, in the sense that Baudelaire used the word
spleen. Yellow was the death color to Mayans, and was associated
with Judas and with the Spanish Inquisition. Convicted murderers
once wore yellow gowns for execution. Yellow is sacred to Orun-
mila, Oshoshi, Oshun, Shakti, and to all Sun gods.

Use yellow for attraction, centering, power, happiness, con-
fidence, jealousy, joy, creativity, divination, unity, a hew home,
personal charm, solar magic, astral projection, the power of con-
centration, the power of persuasion, finding your center, mak-
ing a safe space, and to activate any magical working.

saffron yellow: Saffron yellow is sacred to the Egyptian Sun

god Amon.

gold: Gold corresponds to the Sun and fire is its element. Gold

has god energy and is sacred to Oshun and to all Sun gods. Use

the color gold for attraction, solar magic, money spells, influ-
encing cosmic forces and the astral planes.

ORANGE

Mercury is orange’s planet, fire its element. Use orange for suc-
cess, energy, creativity, travel, strength, balance, communication,
intellectual pursuits, and attracting love or romance.
copper: Copper is sacred to the Native American goddess Cop-
per Woman. Use the color copper in money spells.

T;m Four Ages of Man were the Gold, Silver, Bronze, and Iron
Ages. The pulling of the sword from the stone in Arthurian leg-
end may be read as an allegory for the art of metallurgy. Alchc-
my usually refers to the transmutation of base metals into
precious ores. Western alchemy was concerned with the quest
for the Philosopher’s Stone, which was supposed to turn what-
ever it touched into gold. Immortality, on the other hand, was
the goal of Chinese/Taoist alchemy. The word alchemy comcs
from Arabic, al kbemia, which is, in turn, derived from the an-

_cient Egyptian word gemt. According to J. G. Frazer, in_thc

Golden Bough, “Alchemy leads up to chemistry.."’28

Ancient Egyptians thought that alloys possessed magical powers.
They correspond to the planet Mercury. Pisces is their astrological
house.

BRASS

Brass corresponds to the astrological house Taurus.

BRONZE (alloy of copper, tin, and zinc)

Taurus is bronze’s astrological house. Use bronze for matriarchal
power.

COPPER

Copper was one of the seven noble metals of antiquity. Venus is
its planet. The ancients actually called copper Venus becausc of
its easy union with other metals. It corresponds to the letter I and
the jewel amethyst. Taurus and Libra are its astrological houscs.
Copper is sacred to Copper Woman, the Goddess, and Oya.

Electrum was one of the seven noble metals of the ancients.

GOLD

Gold was one of the seven noble metals of the ancients, used by al-
chemists to make Tincture of the Sun. Gold was once thought to be
(the congealed breath of white dragons. It is ruled by the Sun and its
nature is male. Leo is gold’s astrological house. It represented East
to the Mayans. Gold corresponds to diamonds, the heart, and the
ictter E. It increases the power of gems that are set in it.

Gold is sacred to Califia, the Goddess, and Hathor (Gold of the
Gods). Sheeps’ fleece was once used to collect telluric gold that
was washed downstream from its source. The myth of Jason and
the Argonauts may represent the “fleecing” of King Colchis by
poaching gold from his rivers and streams.

Bacchus granted a boon to the Phrygian king, Midas. Although
he was already rich, Midas asked that whatever he touched be
(urned to gold. He ended by having to take a ritual bath in a river
to remove this gift or else starve to death.

The Saxons thought gold taught honesty and integrity. It sym-
holizes success, greed, power, authority, wealth, status, simplici-
ty, and perfection. Use it for wisdom, common sense, longevity,
comfort, and money spells. Gold amulets are charms for depres-
<ion, infirmities, comforting and strengthening the heart. Carry
pold balls in the palms of your hands to increase vitality.

Red gold symbolizes Jannath el-Firdaus, 8th stage of the Islamic
paradise.

IRON

Iron is the warriors’ metal, one of the seven noble metals of the
ancients. It corresponds to the planet Mars and the jewel emerald.
Arics and Scorpio are its astrological houses. Iron is a charm
against ghosts and spirits, to whom it is obnoxious. It is sacred to
Jarn Saxa (ron Dirk), Mars, Ogun, and Touia Fatuna (Iron Stonce

Goddess).
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LEAD

Lead was one of the seven noble metals of the ancients. Silver and
lead were extracted from the same mixed ore in medieval alch-
emy. Greeks used lead plates for binding and cursing, engraving
them with the person’s name and then burying them.

Saturn is lead’s planet, Capricorn and Aquarius its astrological
houses. It is sacred to the Goddess. Lead corresponds to the spleen,
the letter U, and the jewel turquoise. It is said to quicken lust.

PLATINUM

Platinum has female energy. Virgo and Pisces are its astrological
houses. Wearing platinum jewelry is said to be helpful for consti-
pation.

PLUTONIUM

Pluto is plutonium’s planet, Scorpio its astrological house. Don’t
even think about using it, because of its radioactivity.

QUICKSILVER/MERCURY

Mercury is quicksilver’s planet, the lodestone its jewel, Gemini
and Virgo its astrological houses. Quicksilver symbolizes living
and the female principle. Use it for transformation, shapeshifting,
and the power of becoming fluid.

NOTE: Although the ancients used it in alchemy and it is still
used in some folk magic traditions, mercury is poisonous and
should never be ingested or kept long in contact with the skin.

SILVER

Silver, called luna by astrologers and alchemists, is one of the
seven noble metals of the ancients. It corresponds to the Moon,
to crystals, and to the letter A. Cancer is its astrological housc.
Use silver for protection, lunar magic, and to comfort animal
spirits.

Silver also corresponds to the brain, so wearing silver jewelry
is said to help neuralgia, epilepsy, and brain diseases. Carry silver
balls in the palms of your hands to clear your head. Silver is sacrcd
to Arianrhod (the Silver Wheel), Califia, the Goddess, and the Cel
tic hero Nuadha Argetlam (Nudd of the Silver Arm).

White silver corresponds to Jannatu el-Na'im in, Dar c¢l-Jannah
(the Gardens of Delight), 6th stage of the Islamic paradisce.
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STEEL

Mars is steel’s planet, Aries and Scorpio its astrological houscs.

TIN

Tin was one of the seven noble metals of the ancients. It is sacred
to the Goddess and symbolizes gentle striving in relation to a se-
cret hope. Tin corresponds to Jupiter, the letter O, and the jewel
carnelian. Sagittarius and Pisces are its astrological houses.

URANIUM

Pluto is uranium’s planet, Aquarius its astrological house. It has
too much radioactivity to be used magically.



ROCKS AND GEMSTONES

I have been in love with rocks since I was 18. They're tactile,
sexy, beautiful . . . the very Goddess herself. My first rock was a
small, ocean-rounded stone that I picked up on the beach in
Tangiers. [ wanted a piece of Africa to carry away with me, so [ put
it in my pocket. I have it still, when so much else has not remained.

Some of the occult claims made for stones are patently ridic-
ulous—especially the medical ones. Nevertheless, rocks do have
definite metaphysical properties. Bedouins wear gemstone neck-
laces for healing and protection. There is much lore associated
with stones, and New Age mysticism is expanding this occult
repertoire.

Angels were once believed to reside in precious stones. The
seraph Azazel is said to have taught humans the nature and uses of
stones. Treating a precious stone with affection, as if it were a
sentient being, is said to improve its color and luster.

GODDESS ROCKS

All rocks are sacred to the Goddess, but some stones are particu-
larly suited to her worship or invocation. These can be of any size,
but must be naturally occurring formations:

rocks with female form,;

circular stones with holes through them;

spiral or cylindrical rocks;

yoni rocks that have clefts, holes, or depressions.

Particular goddesses may be invoked with the type of rock sacred
to each—white granite for Allat, turquoise for Hathor, and so on.
The most precious rock I ever had was a goddess rock from
Egypt that I called the Sekhmet Stone. It was about 2 inches long,
light and medium brown, an “Inundation rock,” found inland but
smoothed by who knows how many centurics in the Nile. It
looked like a small figure of Sekhmet with her hands clasped be
fore her, her face worn off but her crown sall in place. 1t was i
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natural thing, not crafted, but formed of earth and water. I loved
that rock at first sight—the way it looked, how it felt in my hand,
its symbolism, and its potency.

I made that rock an object of devotion, prayed to it as a rcli-
gious icon, kept it on my altar, used it in spells and rituals. |
poured magic into the Sekhmet Stone until it became an object of
great power. It was very precious to me. I held it tightly through
two days of labor, confident in its power to protect my baby and
myself. I kept removing the fetal monitor because I knew my son
was fine. I refused to allow my arms to be tied down, so that |
could hold the stone during the C-section. I was still holding it
when my son came fist-first into this world.

Doctors pump drugs into you once a baby is born, when the
real work of sewing you back together begins. Things got hazy af-
ter that. I'm sure I had the Sekhmet Stone in the recovery room,
but I lost it somewhere between there and the maternity ward.
My husband searched for it, but we never found it. I was dis-
traught over its loss, until my sister pointed out that it had donc
its job for me and had moved on to help someone else.

I had another goddess rock from Egypt, one that sat in a bowl
of pearl barley on my desk. After several millennia in the Nile, it
looked like the Venus of Willendorf. T used it to worship the Great
Mother, but somehow it just wasn’t the same.

The Sekhmet Stone is out there, somewhere, full of power
and magic. Cherish it if it comes to you.

CORRESPONDENCES

When you have a stone that feels magical to you but you aren't
sure exactly what kind of rock it is, use color correspondences
to determine its use: pink stones for love spells, brown rocks for
grounding, red stones for sex magic, green ones for moncy
spells, and so forth.

AGATE (variety of quartz; crystallized silica that has bands or
clouds of colors)

Farth is agate’s planet and element. May and June are its months,
Gemini and Virgo its astrological houses. Occultists consider the ag-
ate malignant. Orpheus is supposed to have said that wearing an ag:
ate ring makes the immortal gods pleased with you. It was said that
binding an agate to your arm or to the oxen's horns while plowing
would cause Ceres to descend, bestowing fruitfulness.
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Use agates for balance, grounding, eloquence, prudence, gar-
den magic, and a better personality. They are charms against thun-
der, sorcery, venom, poison, and fiendish possession. Drinking
vessels were once carved from agate, because it was believed to
be hostile to poison. Persian magi burned agates to avert storms.

Agates have been used to treat alcoholism and skin eruptions.
There is an old belief that they can staunch blood from wounds.
Agates with serpents engraved on them are sacred to Asclepias,
supposed to cure snake bites and scorpion stings. Use green ag-
ates for health and red agates for strength, courage, peace, longev-
ity, healing, love spells, garden magic, and protection. They are a
charm against mosquitos. The banded red agate corresponds to
the letter C and was held sacred to Ephraim by the Hebrews. Au-
gust 5 is its station on the Wheel of the Year. Use it to strike your
enemies with fear.

Blue-lace agate is a charm against stress and family quarrels.
Brown agates are for battle and money spells. Taurus is the moss
agate’s astrological house. Also called tree agate, it is helpful with
garden magic and good for inner work. It is also used for happi-
ness, longevity, and money spells. Use black agate for courage and
success in competitions. Black agates with white veins give help
in adversity, protect against physical danger, overcome peril and
terrible things, strengthen the heart, and make men strong, pleas-
ant, and attractive.

ALABASTER (soft, translucent variety of gypsum that has a fine
grain and is usually white)

Alabaster was used for making ointment boxes and sarcophagi in
ancient times. Ointment of alabaster was used to prepare the dead
for burial. Use alabaster for victory and friendship.

AMBER (hard, translucent, yellow substance that is the fossilized
resin of coniferous trees)

Humans have been using amber to make jewelry for at least 10,000
years. It was gathered in Europe by ancient goddess-worshipping
peoples. The Greeks called it electron. Pliny complained that am-
ber charms cost more than slaves in ancient Rome.

Mercury and Venus are amber’s planets, Leo and Aquarius its
astrological houses. November is its month and Dccember 23 its
station on the Wheel of the Year. Amber symbolizes life, divinity,
and the Sun. It is sacred to Amberella, Apollo, Benjamin, Electra,
the Electrides, and Oshun. Amberella, worshiped in the Baltic as a
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sea goddess, left chunks of amber on the shore as farewell gifts for
her family when she went to dwell underwater with the prince of
the sea. The Electrides wept so much when their brother, Phac¢-
ton, died that they were metamorphosed into poplar trees, and
their tears into amber.

Use amber for spirituality, memory, history, courage, healing,
luck, strength, beauty, love spells, positive energy, and balancing
yin and yang. Amber’s nature is electric, as is jet’s. Amber beads
are alternated with jet to make witches’ necklaces. Amber neck-
laces are charms against sore throats, and to protect children from
witchcraft and sorcery. Washing amber is said to make a woman
urinate if she is not a virgin.

Amber has been used to treat asthma, toothache, water reten-
tion, sore throats, swollen glands, the head and womb, and to re-
lieve stress and tension. It supposedly works against contagion,
drives off adders, and causes weight gain.

AMAZONITE (variety of feldspar, usually greenish blue)

Amazonite corresponds to the heart chakra. Virgo is its astrologi-
cal house. Use amazonite for balance, self-confidence, sending
love, calming the nerves, and dispelling fear and worry. Gem es-
sence of amazonite is said to embody universal love.

AMETHYST (purple or violet crystallized quartz)

Bacchus loved a nymph, but she spurned him because of her
Dianic vow of chastity and was transmogrified into an amethyst.
Once called the Violet Ray of Alchemy, amethyst corresponds to
the planets Jupiter and Pluto, to the element of fire, and the
letter M. Thursday is amethyst’s day, February its month, and Sep-
tember 2 its station on the Wheel of the Year. Sagittarius, Aquar-
ius, and Pisces are its astrological houses. Amethyst is sacred to
Alahah, Issachar, and Manasseh. Those with a rosy hue are sacred
10 Venus. Christians hold amethyst sacred to St. Matthew.

Use amethysts for calm, balance, peace, happiness, protcc-
tion, meditation, spirituality, transformation, inspiration, healing,
fertility, temperance, chastity, sobriety, sleep, vigilance, hunting,
courage, purity, psychic dreams, divine love, vision quests, psy-
chological healing, stilling the mind, victory over enemics, the gift
ol tonguces, and understanding things that are felt. Amethysts can
he used to treat addictions, compulsive behaviors, blood clots,
some cancers, and low scll-esteem. Potions of amethyst were used
for tertility and to expel poisons.
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Amethysts are said to clear the mind, sharpen the wit, make
you expert in business, subdue passion, protect soldiers, banish
the desire for alcohol, cause antipathy to wine and drunkenness,
and turn away evil thoughts. It was once thought to be impossible
to get drunk if you drank from an amethyst vessel.

AQUAMARINE (greenish-blue beryl)

Neptune is the aquamarine’s planet; October is its month. Gem-
ini, Virgo, and Scorpio are its astrological houses. Aquamarine is
sacred to all sea goddesses. Use aquamarine for peace, tranquility,
compassion, protection, scrying, health, sea spells, psychic work,
and soothing the heart. It can be used to treat grief, pain, and diffi-
cult situations.

ASBESTOS (fibrous silicate, no longer used in magic because of its
carcinogenic properties)

Asbestos was once used to kindle eternal flame and make gar-
ments that could not be burned.

AVENTURINE (green or sometimes bluish quartz)

Venus and Uranus are the aventurine’s planets. Use aventurine for
tranquility, meditation, clarity, balance, creativity, joy, healing,
good luck, money spells, developing mental powers, and energiz-
ing the nervous system. It can be used to treat the eyesight.

AZURITE (blue, semiprecious stone of copper silicate)

The azurite’s planet is Saturn. Use azurite for intuition, under-
standing, and increasing your psychic abilities.

BERYL (precious and semiprecious stones of various colors)

The beryl makes happy marriages, reconciles married couplcs,
and banishes idleness and stupidity. Use it for scrying, healing,
eternal friendship, rain spells, and sending energy. Beryls havc
been used to treat jaundice and liver complaints. Christians hold
them sacred to St. Thomas. Beryls engraved with a crow that has a
crab beneath its feet were once used for joy, lasciviousness, ¢xul-
tation, acquisition, union, and conjugal love.

Emeralds are bright-green beryls, aquamarines greenish-bluc
ones. A beryl that varies in color from pink to pcach is called mor-
ganite.
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Sea-green beryls are sea jewels that correspond to the Moon.
They are believed to work by lunar magnetism and can be used for
scrying while the Moon waxes. They are said to work best if you
are in a purified state, fasting and abstaining from sex. February 18
is the sea-green beryl’s station on the Wheel of the Year, N is its let-
ter. It symbolizes the sea voyage of Hercules. Hebrews held sea-
green beryls sacred to Zebulon (He Who is Among the Ships).

Green beryls symbolize male and female and are mediums for
magical visions. Use green beryls for fame, renown, constancy,
longevity, understanding, wedded love, a good marriage, and rec-
onciling differences between friends. They are said to preserve
bodily health, drive away poisonous air, and repress luxury. Carry-
ing a green beryl is supposed to overcome debate and drive away
cnemies and make them weak.

Yellow beryl is known as the stone heliotrope. Heliotropes
were used with juice of sunflower or the plant called heliotrope
for invisibility:

To many a gift divine this Stone lays claim;
Surpassing which the power that makes its fame
Is,—when conjoined with Herb of title quaint
Same as its own, whilst, spoken by a saint

Are incantations, boly and a spell
Invoked,—with words the pious tongue can tell,
Of gem, and Plant combined, the wearer that
Becomes invisible to eyes of men.”’

BLOODSTONE/GEMMA BABYLONICA (dark-green chalcedony,
a variety of quartz that is streaked with red)

Bloodstone is a very powerful stone that works like jasper. It cor-
responds to both the planet Earth and the element earth. March is
its month, Aries and Scorpio its astrological houses. Bloodstoncs
were used with heliotrope by Babylonian magi to confer invisibil-
ity. They were said to turn water red. A bloodstone anointed with
heliotrope juice and placed in water was said to make the Sun
scem bloody, as if in eclipse, and to make a cloud arise from
which dew would fall like rain. Pliny recommended bloodstones
for viewing solar cclipses.

OWillion U Yernie, Precious Stones: For Carative Wear, Other Remedial Uses and
FLikewise the Nobier Metals (Kila, MT Kessinger Publishing, 1942, p 183
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Ancient warriors carried bloodstone amulets because blood-
stone was believed to staunch blood flowing from wounds. To
stop bleeding, hold a heart-shaped bloodstone in your right hand
and wet it with cold water from time to time. The Isis Knot, the
ancient Egyptian amulet of protection that some say represents
her menstrual pad, was made of bloodstone.

Use bloodstones for longevity, mental balance, money spells,
opening doors, physical healing, overcoming enemies, breaking
free of restrictions, increasing business, aligning energy along the
spinal column, a good reputation, and a fiery, ardent disposition.
They can be used with crystals, especially rose quartz, to treat ob-
sessions, aggression, and overindulgence.

Bloodstones are said to remove toxins from the blood. Wear-
ing a bloodstone ring was a treatment for hemorrhoids.

CARNELIAN (palered semitransparent stone, a variety of chal-
cedony)

Earth and Saturn are carnelian’s planets, July and August its
months. Aries, Taurus, and Virgo are its astrological houses. Car-
nelian is sacred to Isis. Egyptians believed that a heart amulet
made of carnelian brought the protection of Ra and Osiris.

Use carnelian for protection, courage, wisdom, health, lon-
gevity, peace, harmony, cheerfulness, healing, concentration,
mental balance, creative balance, inner work, good fortune, sex-
ual energy, preventing or destroying fascination, and accessing
past-life information. Carnelian is a charm against illness, plague,
poison, and skin diseases. It has been used to treat anger, de-
pression, lethargy, and the bloodstream.

White carnelian corresponds to the letter D. June 10 is its sta-
tion on the Wheel of the Year. In Hebrew mythology, it is sacred
to Asher and Yahalem. Christians hold red carnelian sacred to St.
Bartholomew.

CELESTITE (strontium sulfate, frequently pale blue)

Celestite is a heavenly stone that corresponds to the planet Nep-
tune. Use it for detachment, perspective, angel magic, divinc in-
spiration, and access to angelic realms. Keep it by the bed to aid
lucid dreaming.

CHALCEDONY (varicty of quartz, a semiprecious stone that is
usually bluish gray)
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Chalcedony’s astrological house is Cancer. It is specific against
phantasms and illusions and banishes fears, sadness, and night-
mares. Use it for protection, physical strength, and a peaceful dis-
position. Perforated and suspended, it makes the one who
possesses it fortunate at law. Chalcedony is supposed to increase
lactation and quicken the powers of the body.

Black chalcedony prevents hoarseness and heals the voice.
Wear brown chalcedony on a necklace to win lawsuits, ward off
fantastic illusions, and preserve the body against adversaries.
Christians hold white chalcedony sacred to St. James.

chalcedonyx/chalcedon/chalcedonite: A banded variety of

chalcedony used as a gemstone, a microcrystalline quartz with
black, white, red, or brownish opaque and translucent bands.

Use chalcedonyx for strength.

chrysoprase: An apple-green variety of chalcedony. June is the

chrysoprase’s month. Christians hold it sacred to St. Thad-

deus. Use chrysoprase for serenity, trust, good luck, and elo-
quence.

sard: A yellow or orange-red gemstone, a variety of chalcedony.

Sard was believed to cure tumors, protect against snakebite,

and heal wounds not caused by iron. Its qualities are binding

and blood staunching. Sard has been used to treat bleeding and
eye injuries. Pinkish stones are the best for minor bleeding. Sard
rings were worn to stop nosebleeds.

Red sard corresponds to the letter B. Aries is its astrologi-
cal house, December 24 and New Year are its stations on the
Wheel of the Year. Hebrews held red sard sacred to Adam
(the Red Man) and Reuben (the first born).

CHRYSOLITE (yellow, olivine, or olive-green stones, some which
are of gem quality)

Chrysolite corresponds to the planet Jupiter. September is its
month, Leo and Libra its astrological houses. Christians hold it sa-
cred to St. Matthias. Use chrysolite for prudence and to protect from
folly and allay rage. It is said to prevent fevers and treat delirium.
Yellow chrysolite is the golden cup of Hercules. L is its letter,

January 21 its station on the Wheel of the Year. Yellow chrysolite

was held sacred by the Hebrews, for whom it corresponded to the
Month of Repose. Tt is said to prevent fevers and madness, and (o
disposc toward repentance. Set in gold, yellow chrysolite protects
against night terrors. Green chrysolite symbolizes Daru el-Qarar, the
Dwclling Which Abideth, Ard stage of Islamic paradise,

olivine/peridot: A deep olive-green chrysolite, peridot sym-
bolizes the thunderbolt. Mercury is its planet, Leo and Virgo
its astrological houses. Use peridot for health, healing, attract-
ing, sleep, unblocking, purification, money spells, feeling pro-
tected, stimulating the mind, balancing mind and body, and
allowing the heart to open. A pale-green olivine set in gold ¢x-
pels fantasies and drives away foolishness.

chrysoprase. An apple-green chrysolite, this gemstone im-
proves eyesight, and makes you joyful and liberal.

CINNABAR (bright-red mineral, mercuric sulfide)

Cinnabar was used in Taoist alchemy to make potions of immor-
tality.

CORAL (stony white or reddish substance, the skeletons of mi-
rine invertebrates)

Neptune and Venus are coral’s planets, water is its element, Li-
bra and Pisces its astrological houses. Coral is sacred to all sca
goddesses and the orishas Olokun, Oshun, and Yemaya. It is as-
sociated with Medea. The blood from her severed head dripped
onto seaweed and turned it into coral. According to another
myth, the blood itself solidified and was placed in the ocean by
sea nymphs, whereupon it became coral. Paryata is a mythical
coral tree of India.

Pieces of coral with silver bells attached were once given to
children as charms to frighten away evil spirits. Romans gave chil-
dren coral amulets for healing and protection. Gauls adorned their
weapons and helmets with coral. Coral charms shaped like hands
or horns avert the evil eye. Magus made coral amulets that “sus-
pended even by a thread . . . prevent all harm and accidents of vio-
lence, from fire, or water, and help them to withstand all their
diseases.”™

Use coral for love, harmony, wisdom, healing, personal trans-
formation, and going over floods. Coral protects against incanta-
tions, demons, tempests, depression, fear, robbers, fascination,
poison, and thunder. It is said to banish foolishness, pacify tem
pests, baffle witchcraft, and counteract poison. Powdered and
mixed with seed, coral protects crops from blight, thunderstorms,
caterpillars, and locusts.

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The color of coral is said to deepen when it is worn by a man,
and pale when it is worn by a woman. It is also said to change
according to the health of its wearer, growing pale with illness.
Coral was believed to be a brain tonic and to regulate menstruation.
It was said to dry, cool, bind, and staunch blood. It has been used
to treat teething, epilepsy, convulsions, and whooping cough.

Green or yellow coral symbolizes Jannatu el-Khuld, the Gar-
den of Eternity, first stage of Islamic paradise. Pink coral corre-
sponds to Tuesday. Aquarius is white coral’s astrological house,
Tuesday is its day. A necklace of white coral is a charm against
stomach problems. Black coral causes melancholy. Red coral
(Corallium rubrum) is held sacred in India, and has occult and
medical properties. It is said to cure indigestion if continually
worn close to the body.

DIAMOND (crystallized carbon)

Diamonds turn spells and enchantments back upon their makers.
Uranus is the diamond’s planet, April its month, Friday and Satur-
day its days, Aries its astrological house. The most powerful dia-
mond is one received as a gift, not purchased or coveted. The
power of a diamond is multiplied by being paired with a lode-
stone. Diamonds are said to lose their power according to the sins
of their owners. It was once believed that diamonds could only be
broken by goats’ blood.

Diamonds symbolize truth, innocence, justice, faith, and the
impassivity of fate. Use them for courage, love, clarity, invisibili-
ty, strength, joy, peace, hardness, purity, protection, manliness,
healing, spiritual centering, and spiritual ecstasy. Diamonds
avert panic, pestilence, enchantment, ghosts, nightmares, calam-
ities, strife, riots, sorrows, enchantments, sleepwalking, and in-
vasion by fantasies or illusions of wicked spirits. They have been
used to treat indigestion, mental illness, and demonic posses-
sion. Diamond powder is a charm against lightning.

Wearing a diamond is said to make you magnanimous, bold
and daring in transactions, strong and firm against enemies, and to
grant you victory in court or in war if your cause is just.
Diamonds, impel you toward good. Wear them on your left arm
for victory, or to overcome enemies, madness, or brawling.
Diamonds were believed to tame wild beasts, keep the limbs
whole, sweat in the presence of venom or poison, and (o be anti-
dotes to poison when worn in rings.
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DIORITE (granular crystallized rock composed of feldspar and
horneblend)

Ullikummi, the Diorite Man, was a stone giant in Hittite/Hurrian
mythology. He drove the goddess Hebat from her temple, but all
the gods joined together to defeat him.

EMERALD (bright-green precious stone, a variety of beryl)

The emerald is a heart stone with magical, talismanic, and medical
properties. It corresponds to the planet Venus, the element earth,
and the months of May and June. Wednesday is its day, Taurus,
Cancer, and Libra its astrological houses. Emeralds are sacred to
Mercury, Sudurjaya, Venus, and Vishnu. Christians hold them sa-
cred to St. John. According to some myths, demons and wicked
spirits guard emerald mines. The Holy Grail was reputed to be a
chalice carved from a single emerald.

Use emeralds for love, harmony, protection, prophecy, bal-
ance, healing, money spells, improved memory, emotional recov-
ery, success in love affairs, and increased understanding. They can
be used to treat anger, folly, lust, and foolish fears. An emerald
ring strengthens the memory and prevents giddiness. An emerald
necklace is a charm against fear and epilepsy.

It is an ill omen when an emerald falls from its setting. Wear
emeralds on Fridays for good luck. They are said to change thcir
appearance when a lover is faithless or someone bears false wit-
ness. Emeralds strengthen friendship, eyesight, and constancy of
mind. They augment riches; they comfort and save. Emeralds ar¢
charms against nightmares, nocturnal emissions, eye problems,
stupidity, and disturbances.

Emeralds supposedly cure plague, stop bleeding and dyscn-
tery, preserve against decay, improve liver function, restore sight
and memory, aid in childbirth, and heal the bites of venomous
creatures. They were once believed to send evil spirits howling
into space and to preserve the chastity of women. They were said
to shatter in the presence of the unchaste, to blind serpents that
looked upon them, and to break apart in despair if they were un
able to render metaphysical assistance.

FLUORITE (crystallized calcium fluoride that can be colorless, or
colored by impurities)

Neptune is fluorite’s planet. Use it for grounding energy and open
ing yoursclf to the influence of other stones. Green (Tuorites bal
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ance the hormones and are helpful after childbirth and during pu-
berty and menopause. Purple fluorite is for manifesting changes in
your life.

FOSSIL AMONITE

Wear a fossil amonite on your left arm to overcome enemies.

GARNET (hard, brittle, crystalline stone whose red variety is
used as a gem)

Garnet is the stone of love. Mars and Pluto are garnet’s planets;
January is its month. Aries, Scorpio, Capricorn, and Aquarius are
its astrological houses. Use garnets for imagination, joy, protec-
tion, compassion, purification, healing, love spells, and good luck.
They strengthen auras, enhance strength in magical workings,
make one faithful and true, give constancy in love, and help chan-
nel kundalini energy. Garnets have been used to treat depression
and heart palpitations. They are said to preserve health, aid circu-
lation, and stop the spitting up of blood.

Fire garnets correspond to the letter F and the element of fire.
March 18 is their station on the Wheel of the Year. Hebrews held
them sacred to Judah. Fire garnets are said to promote both joy
and discord between lovers, to preserve health, resist depression,
and quiet heart palpitations.

carbuncles: Cabochon-cut garnets have occult properties simi-
lar to the ruby. They have been used to treat depression,
plague, and heart palpitations. Bright stones are male, duller
ones female. They are said to enable one to see in the dark
when worn as a necklace. Noah supposedly hung up a carbun-
cle to light the ark.

Blood-red carbuncles were considered malignant by occult-

ists. They correspond to the Sun and the letter S. April 15 is

their station on the Wheel of the Year. Hebrews held blood-
red carbuncles sacred to Gad and assigned them Kadkod, the
month of the raiding party.

GLASS

Glass was once belicved to be solidified dragon’s breath. Glass
rings were called adder stones in ancient Britain, where they were
used by Druaids as charms against discasc.
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QNEISS (metamorphic rock, recrystallized granite with dark aml
light bands)

Greenish-yellow gneiss from Tona, Scotland, is a charm againm
drowning.

GRANITE (crystalline igneous rock used in building)
White granite is sacred to the Arabian goddess Allat.

HEMATITE (iroln ore that may take several forms: lustrous blick
Cry§tals, stones in shades of steel gray to reddish black with a me
tallic sheen, or even red ocher, a powder)

He@atite corresponds to the planet Saturn. Use it for grounding
healing, focus, self-discipline, and removing negativity. It is said u;
stop bleeding. Hold a hematite in your hand when you are looking
for answers. Egyptians made the amulet of the two fingers of Ho
rus from obsidian or hematite. The hematite amulet of the pillow
placed with 2 mummy to protect its head, can be used for hculing'

Thou art lifted up, O sick one that liest prostrate.
They lift up thy head to the horizon, thou art raised
up, and dost triumph by reason of that which hath
been done for thee. Ptah has overthrown thine ene-
mies, which was ordered to be done for thee.?!

IRONSTONE (iron ore colored by silica impurities)

Yellow ironstone corresponds to the planet Saturn.

JADE (compact variety of horneblende that may be white or green)

Jade is the stone of perfection. It was held sacred in China as the
szwel of Heaven, the essence of heaven and Farth. Chinese con
sidered it a male symbol and believed it conferred nine virtucs
benevolence, knowledge, righteousness, virtuous action puril\"
endurance, ingenuousness, moral conduct, and music. ’ B

Venus and Neptune are jade’s planets, water is its element
and Taurus its astrological house. Jade is sacred to the Aztee g()(l‘
dess Chalchiuhtlicue (Her Skirt is of Jade). It is a happy omen, a
good luck charm, and a diviner of judgments. Use jade for w‘is‘
dom, healing, immortality, charity, love, longevity, garden m;lgi(.',

1A Wallis Budge, Feyptian Magic, p o™
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weather magic, protection against accidents, and balancing yin
and yang. Wear a jade necklace to expel urinary gravel and brcak
up kidney and bladder stones.

Virgo is green jade’s astrological house. Dark olive-green jadc
hrings luck.

JASPER (brown, green, yellow, or reddish quartz stone; green

stones with red flecks are the most valuable)

March is jasper’s month. Hebrews held it sacred to Benjamin,
Christians to St. Peter. It was a Christian belief that jasper was
(ransformed into bloodstone when the blood of Jesus fell upon it
from the cross. Egyptians made an eye of Horus amulet from jas-
per and empowered it by reciting chapter 140 of The Book of the
Dead over it. Laid upon a mummy, this amulet made the deceased
a god and guaranteed him a seat in Ra’s boat.

Use jasper for eloquence, courage, good fortune, counter-
charms, healing, financial success, magical visions, and protecting
vour beauty. It is a charm against phantasms, nightmares, and
witchcraft. Wear jasper for a fiery, ardent personality.

Jasper is a charm against epilepsy, fevers, and water retention.
It is said to relieve pain and strengthen the brain. Wear a jasper
necklace to strengthen the stomach. You can make a charm
against kidney stones by engraving a scorpion on a jasper while
the Sun is in Scorpio.

Green jasper is for healing and empathy. Clear green jasper
corresponds to the letter sound NG. October 28 is its station on
the Wheel of the Year. The Hebrews held clear green jasper si-
cred to Dinah. Use red jasper for rain spells, protection, inner
strength, and turning a hex back upon its maker. It can be used to
treat fear and mourning.

Use brown jasper for grounding and centering. Mottled or
lcopardskin jasper is a charm against drowning. It will bring you
what you need. Carving a cross upon it is said to make it into i
charm of protection against all the elements.

JET (hard, shiny, intensely black carbon stone formed of fossilized
wood)

Pluto is jet's planet, carth its element, and Capricorn its astrologi
cal house. Jet is sacred to Pan and can be worn to invoke Cybele,
Also called black amber, jet beads are alternated with amber ones
1o nuke witches' necklaces. Because hoth stones are clectric in
mature. the necklaces are helpful in raising powcer and directing,
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energy. It was an occult belief that jet absorbs part of your soul if

you wear it.

Jet can be used for health, healing, divination, sorcery, and
confronting your dark side. Wear it to prevent nightmares. Smokc¢
from burning jet is said to drive away serpents, bring women out
of trances, diagnose epilepsy, and confirm virginity. Washing jetis
supposed to make a woman urinate if she is not a virgin. Jet was
boiled in wine for toothache and also used to treat diarrhea and
water retention.

LAPIS LAZULI (deep-blue semiprecious stone)

Lapis lazuli is the stone of teachers. It was used to decorate Uruk,
Babylon, and other ancient Mesopotamian cities. Silver, gold, and
lapis lazuli were used in Egyptian, Sumerian, and Canaanite archi-
tectural design. Egyptians used it to make the amulet of the heart.
Lapis corresponds to the planets Neptune and Venus, to the
throat chakra, and the letter H. Libra and Sagittarius its astrologi-
cal houses, May 13 is its station on the Wheel of the Year. Lapis
lazuli symbolizes summer, the dark-blue sky, and the color of the
throne of the Judeo-Christian god. It is sacred to Isis, Levi, and Sin,
the Babylonian Moon god.

Use lapis for clarity, vision, love, joy, fidelity, understanding,
gentleness, psychic work, higher wisdom, cosmic connectedness,
and the ability to see into the future. It acts like sapphire when
worn as a jewel. A lapis necklace drives fright away from children.
Wear it over the heart to connect heart and mind.

Lapis lazuli has been used to treat depression, mental illness,
melancholy, recurrent fever, boils, sores, epilepsy, apoplexy, and
the spleen. Lapis strengthens eyesight and the heart and prevents
fainting and miscarriage. Wear it in the 3rd trimester of pregnancy
as a charm to bring the baby to full term.

LODESTONE (magnetic iron ore that is used in compasses)

Lodestone is a guiding stone, the leading star, and a Heraclcan
stone. Its quality is binding, astringence, and magnetism. Lodc-
stones are traditionally stored in a dry place, wrapped in a scarlet
cloth. Use them for love potions, protection, restful sleep, getting
a husband to forgive infidelity, and reconciliation, especially of
married couples.

Lodestones are used in hoodoo (African-American folk magic)
to draw moncey, power, love, luck, gifts, favors, blessings, success,
ajob, and so on. In this tradition, lodestones are carried in mojo
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bags, dressed with oil, “fed” with iron filings called magnctic
sand, and used in pairs for love spells and sex magic. They are also
steeped in oil with other ingredients to make attraction oils for
spells and rituals.

Lodestones make men gracious and elegant, and persuasivc
conversationalists. A talisman of diamond, sapphire, and lode-
stone is said to give near-invisibility. Garlic is supposed to counter-
act lodestone’s virtues, goat’s blood to restore them. Powdered
and scattered surreptitiously over coals, lodestone is said to make
everyone leave the house in a panic. Wear it to treat gout, cramps,
swellings, pain, rheumatism, and neuralgia. Lodestone is believed
to cause depression and stop bleeding.

Placed under the head of a sleeping women, blue lodestone is
supposed to make her embrace her husband if she is faithful, to
fall out of bed if she is unfaithful. Powdered, scattered on coals,
and put into the four corners of a house, blue lodestone is sup-
posed to make everyone who is sleeping there get up and flee the
house, leaving everything behind.

MALACHITE (bright-green stone of copper ore with black
markings)

Malachite corresponds to the planet Venus, the letter R, and the
month of December. November 25 is its station on the Wheel of
the Year. Use malachite for success, harmony, love spells, emotion-
al balance, reducing stress, and strengthening the mind, body, and
inner eye. In the body, malachite corresponds to the solar plexus
and the heart chakra. It is a charm against cholera and colic. Dark-
green malachite preserves an infant’s cradle from spells.

MOONSTONE (pearly, opalescent feldspar stone, usually bluish
or silvery, used as a gem)

The moonstone is held sacred in India, but considered ominous
and malignant in some traditions. It corresponds to the Moon and
to Monday. Cancer is its astrological house. Moonstone’s luster is
believed to mirror the lunar cycle. It is sacred to Aphrodite, Di-
ana, the Goddess, Selene, and all Moon goddesses.

Use moonstones for passion, serenity, reunion, good fortunc,
¢motional balance, improving selfishness, protection away from
home, strengthening psychic abilities, enhancing the feminine,
and increasing sensitivity to natural cycles. Tt is a good luck charm
when given by a groom to his bride. Moonstone balances hor

monces and treats obesity.
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Gray moonstones are used for unblocking, white moonstones
for balancing male and female energies.

MOTHER-OF-PEARL (hard, iridescent material from the inside of

certain sea shells)

Mother-of-pearl is ruled by the Moon and corresponds to the ele-
ments of water and spirit. It contains the essence of Great Rain-
bow Snake. Ho Hsien-Ku became the Immortal Maiden Ho by
cating powdered mother-of-pearl.

Use mother-of-pearl for protection, maternal love, and to treat
weak men. Hold it under your tongue on the first or 10th day of
the Moon to gain knowledge of things to come; on the first and
29th days of the Moon to forejudge and prophesy. Mother-of-pearl
is said to heal tuberculosis and to predict the viability of a busi-
ness. It is supposed to stick close to the heart if a business is via-
ble, but cause the heart to jump away from it if the business will
not be successful.

OBSIDIAN (volcanic glass, dark glassy lava, usually black, used as
a gemstone)

Obsidian is extremely powerful, an agent for the transformation
of energy and emotions. Pluto is its planet, Capricorn its astrologi-
cal house. Obsidian is sacred to the Aztec god/desses Itzcoliuhqui
(the Twisted Obsidian One, God of the Curved Obsidian Blade),
Itzpapalotl (Obsidian Butterfly), and Itzapapalotl-Itzcueye (Pos-
sessor of the Obsidian Skirt).

Use obsidian for grounding, scrying, binding, and transforma-
tion. Aztec magicians used obsidian mirrors for scrying. John Dce
used a polished obsidian disk to receive angelic messages. Obsid-
ian is one of my favorite stones with which to work. I add it to
mojo bags for people who are struggling with making changes in
themselves or in their lives.

Black obsidian is the most powerful, sacred to the Aztec god
Tezcatlipoca. Use it for insight, grounding, binding, and scrying,.

ONYX (variety of chalcedony with layers of various colors)

Cupid used his arrow to cut Venus’s nails while she slept. The
clippings fell into the Indus River, where they sank and were
metamorphosed into onyxes. Saturn is onyx’s planct, July its
month, Leo and Capricorn its astrological houses. Use onyx for
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protection, sincerity, balance, defensive magic, and e¢motional
balance. It is a powertul stone for self-control, gives help in ad-
versity, and is said to prevent epileptic seizures when worn at
the neck.

Onyx has a bad reputation. It is said to incite quarrels and con-
tention and cause depression and strange dreams. Wearing an
onyx supposedly invites ugly visions and assault by demons at
night, lawsuits and quarrels during the day. An onyx with white
veins provokes sorrow, debate, fear, and terrible fantasies. All
these negative effects are neutralized by also wearing a sard.

Black onyx mirrors all aspects, positive and negative, of the self.
It works like jasper, and is used for grounding, stability, personal
transformation, and overcoming bad habits. Black onyx is said to
cause bad dreams, strengthen bone marrow, and increase saliva in
boys. Hold it to the eye to remove impurities. Blue onyx corre-
sponds to the throat chakra and is used for higher inspiration.

sardonyx: A variety of onyx with layers of white chalcedony
and brown or reddish sard, this gemstone corresponds to the
month of August. Leo is its astrological house. Christians hold
it sacred to St. Phillip. Sardonyx averts depression and makes
you cheerful. It has been used to treat tumors.

OPAL (quartz gemstone of various colors that is usually milky and
iridescent; Harlequin opals are rainbow-tinted; wood opal is opal-
ized wood)

An opal contains the virtue of every stone whose color it contains.
Mercury is the opal’s planet, October its month. Taurus, Cancer,
Virgo, and Libra are its astrological houses. Opals have been
linked to misfortune. They are considered bewitching, mysteri-
ous, unlucky, and the embodiment of the evil eye. Carrying an
opal wrapped in a bay leaf was said to confer invisibility and blind
nearby persons. :

The opal is the stone of Hercules. It allows you to see. Use
opals for inspiration, hope, unblocking, invisibility, confidence,
emotional balance, astral projection, pastlife work, inner beauty,
good luck, victory against adversaries, linking the physical to higher
planes, and gaining access to cosmic consciousness. Opals have
been used to improve eyesight and treat sadness and eye discases.

Black opals allow you to see yourself. They can be used for in-
ner work and raising power. Fire is the clement of the fire opal
Gulso called girasol). It is good for moncey spells.
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PEARL

Pearls fall to Earth when celestial dragons battle one another. Ti-
Tsang Wang, the Chinese god of mercy, was a smiling monk who
wandered the caverns of hell, his path illuminated by a shining
pearl. Venus is the pearl’s planet, water its element. Gemini,
Cancer, and Aquarius are the pearl’s astrological houses. Pearls
are sacred to Marian, Muttalamman (the Pearl Mother), and Ye-
maya (Holy Queen Sea). Wear a pearl when asking blessings of
Isis. Hindu deities are often depicted adorned with pearls.

Pearls symbolize tears and feminine virtue. Use them for pu-
rity, good luck, chastity, emotional clarity, sea power, love
spells, money spells, and restoring the spirit. They have been
used to treat indigestion and infections and are worn for their
tonic influence on the health.

White pearls symbolize Dar el-Jannah, Dwelling of Peace, the
second stage of Islamic paradise. Large pearls symbolize Jannatu
el’And, the Garden of Perpetual Abode, the 4th stage of Islamic
paradise. Use freshwater pearls to learn to love yourself and ac-
cept love.

PYRITE (iron disulfide, also called firestone and fool’s gold)

Mars is pyrite’s planet, fire its element. Use it for vitality and to
strengthen the will. Pyrite is said to improve circulation in the
body.

QUARTZ (common stone, silicon dioxide, with hexagonal crys-
tals; quartz occurs in large formations, may be colored, colorless,
translucent or opaque)

Quartz is particularly useful to witches. Solar magic can be worked
by standing in sunlight with a piece of quartz in the palm of each
hand, over the chakras, to channel solar power. I use four small
pieces of quartz—clear, rose, purple, and pale green—for many
things. Sometimes I place them on my altar, at the quarters, whilc |
work a spell. I also use them to empower things, such as powdcrs
and amulets. Holding a rock crystal to your forehead is helpful in
psychic operations like calling, far-sensing, and far-seeing.

My quartzes “live” in the black velvet bag where I keep my
tarot cards, along with what is now my most precious rock. A he
douin, an old man in tattered robes, approached me while 1 was
at the Step Pyramid in Zaqqara and tricd to give me something, |
shicd away, assuming he wanted o sell me some tourist goods. |
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couldn’t speak Arabic then, so I didn’t understand what he was
saying until someone translated. He wanted to give me a whitc
rock, one he said was from the original covering of the pyramid.
He refused to take money for it, insisted that he must give it to me
as a gift because it was meant for me. He went away as soon as |
accepted it.

The rock is a piece of what I assume to be limestone that spar-
kles in sunlight. It has a terracotta-colored patch on the back, as if
it were once indeed attached to something. There are temple
complexes at Zaqqara as well as the Step Pyramid, so there is no
way of knowing with certainty the origin of this stone. One of the
myths about pyramids is that they were originally covered in
white limestone and that this limestone acted as a radio receiver,
making the structures into communication devices. This theory
has always sounded farfetched to me, but who knows. I keep the
Zaqqara rock with my quartzes to “tune” them, and I must say
that my tarot cards give amazingly accurate readings.

Quartz corresponds to the planet Uranus. Cancer is its astro-
logical house, spirit its element. Every quartz contains the essence
of Great Rainbow Snake. Use quartzes for purification, protection,
spiritual awakening, banishing negativity, and amplifying psychic
energy. Sorcerers manipulate quartzes in sympathetic magic.

Rose quartz is a stone of love, ruled by the planet Venus. It
treats sadness, stress, and tension. Use rose quartz for friendship,
love spells, emotional balance, ending loneliness, success in court
cases, and learning to love yourself. Mercury rules the smoky
quartz. Earth is its element. Use smoKky quartz for balance and
grounding.

crystal/rock crystal: Clear, colorless quartz crystals that ab-

sorb and amplify energy. They can be put in a place that has

bad vibes, left there for a while to absorb them, then taken
away and washed. This will improve the energy of the place.

The Moon rules rock crystal, which was once thought to be

the spittle of purple dragons. Earth, water, and spirit arc its ¢l-

ements, Gemini and Aquarius its astrological houses. Crystals
are sacred to the orishas Olokun and Yemaya.

Use crystals for clarity, strength, vitality, psychic work, and
mental stimulation. Placing a large crystal over your third cyc
amplifics your psychic powers. Crystal balls, made from rock
crystal, can be used with the Sun to kindle sacred fire. This
can be done by kying one on wood chips, in the Sun. Rock

crystal was used to kindle sacred fire for the Eleusinian
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Mysteries. Romans used crystal balls to cauterize wounds.
Crystal prisms make rainbows appear.

Rock crystal’s nature is astringent. It has been used to treat
colic, diarrhea, gout, stones, and water retention. Steeped in
honey, it is said to increase lactation.
cairngorm. Semiprecious stone of yellow or brownish quartz,
yellow cairngorm corresponds to the letter T. July 8 is its sta-
tion on the Wheel of the Year.
geode: Hollow nodule of stone lined with crystals, geodes can
be of any size. Large or small, an unopened geode is an excit-
ing thing, because you never know just what it might contain.
You can saw one open with a special saw, but it is a lot more
fun to make a ritual out of it—a Rite of Opening the Geodc.
Their natural way of opening is in a tumble down a mountain,
so if you can safely drop yours from a height without injuring
anyone or anything, try it.

Geodes are said to treat epilepsy, prevent premature birth,
mitigate the dangers of childbirth, and make poisoned meat
harmiess. Wear a small one on your left shoulder for conjugal
love.

RUBY (red corundum)

The ruby is an occult stone that has a psychic, magnetic influencce
on sensitive persons who wear it. Rubies correspond to Mars and
the Sun. July is their month and Sunday their day. Aries, Cancer,
Scorpio, and Capricorn are their astrological houses. Rubies corre-
spond to the heart chakra. Hebrews held them sacred to Reuben.
A ruby is said to become dark red and cloudy when evil is about
to befall its wearer, and to turn dark when peril threatens either
its wearer or the one who gave it as a gift.

Wear rubies for happiness. Use them for leadership, invulnera-
bility, prudence, compassion, health, protection, energy, wealth,
power, joy, love spells, opening hearts, overcoming fears, and heal-
ing your relationship with your father. Rubies avert nightmarcs,
danger, sadness, sin, vice, wicked spirits, and foolish or cvil
thoughts. Touch all four corners of a house, garden, or vineyard
with a ruby to preserve it from lightning, tempests, and worms.

Rubies are said to make you cheerful, restrain lust, strengthen
your immune system, disperse infections, keep your body salc,
ward off plague and pestilence, and protect against poison.

spinel/balas ruby: Lighter than a true ruby, spincls are uscd

for protection against lightning and to restrain passion and fi
cry wrath.
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SALT

Salt and water have always been used to perform magic. Salt’s cle-
ment is earth. It is sacred to Aphrodite, the Goddess, Huixtoxi-
huatl, sea goddesses, and Sulis. Use salt for purification, consecri-
tion, and removing bad vibes from objects. Sea salt is sacred to
ocean deities. Its element is water. Use it for purification, sca
spells, and in merfolk rituals.

SAPPHIRE (blue corundum)

Sapphires are associated with sacred things. Buddhists believe
they have sacred magical powers and reconcile man to god. The
high priest of Egypt wore a sapphire called Truth on his shoul-
der. Sapphires were worn by those questioning the oracle of
Apollo at Delphi. Star sapphires are more powerful than ordi-
nary ones.

Neptune is the sapphire’s planet, April and September its
months. Its days are Wednesday and Saturday. Taurus, Virgo, Sagit-
tarius, and Pisces are its astrological houses. The sapphire’s quality
is cold, dry, and astringent. It is sacred to Apollo and Prometheus.
Christians hold it sacred to St. Andrew. Pale-blue stones have male
energy, dark-blue stones female energy.

Sapphires open the third eye. Use them for psychic work,
meditation, peace, clarity, healing, power, truth, prosperity, luck,
chastity, love spells, money spells, defensive magic, pacifying
enemies, spiritual understanding, developing psychic abilities,
making animal spirits flow, and procuring favor with princes. Sap-
phires have powers against fear, enchantment, enemies, sorcery,
captivity, negative thoughts, and the blues. They are said to make
people safe, peaceful, friendly, devout, and to impel them tow:rd
goodness and confirm the soul in good works. Sapphires are also
supposed to sharpen the intellect, assuage the wrath of the Judco-
Christain god, invigorate body and soul, kill noxious and venom-
ous creatures, and prevent their bites.

Sapphires have been used to treat depression, sores, fevers,
bleeding, vision problems, and sore throats. They were belicved
to strengthen and refresh the heart and to maintain powcer and
manly vigor in the body. They were applied to the forchead to
stop noscbleeds and to inflammations to reduce them.

SELENITE (transparcnt, crystallized varicty of gypsum)

The Moon rules selenite. It soothes and nurtures and is uscd tor
inspiration, lunar magic, and protection from negative cnergy
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SERPENTINE (mottled stone, usually dark green)

Use serpentine for protection, especially from venomous crea-
tures. Yellow serpentine corresponds to the letter G. September
30 is its station on the Wheel of the Year. In Hebrew mythology,
it is sacred to Dan.

SCHIST (crystalline metamorphic rock that splits easily into
layers)

Aboriginal Egyptian amulets, the earliest discovered to date, werc
carved of green schist in animal and other shapes. They werc¢
found laid on the breasts of the dead. These amulets were rc-
placed in dynastic times by rectangular plaques of green schist
with words of power engraved on them.

SODALITE (transparent or translucent mineral, usually blue,
found in lava rock)

Venus is sodalite’s planet. It is used for energy and to treat depres-
sion. Blue-speckled sodalite corresponds to the planets Pluto and
Venus. Use it for transformation, physical healing, and to open the
throat chakra.

TIGER’S EYE/CAT’S EYE/CHATOYANT (chrysoberyl, semipre-
cious quartz stone that usually varies in color from golden-yellow
to brown)

Tiger’s eye corresponds to the planets Mercury and Mars, the ¢le-
ment earth, and the months of August and November. Thursday is
its day, Gemini and Leo its astrological houses. Tiger’s eye is sa-
cred to Bast and Sekhmet. Arabs believed that djinn dwelt in it.
Roman soldiers wore engraved stones as protective talismans.

Use tiger’'s eye for good luck, protection, courage, beauty,
warmth, energy, wealth, healing, divination, gambling, and moncy
spells. It also gives pleasure, averts the evil eye, and helps to dis
tinguish between need and desire. Tiger’s eye has been uscd to
treat depression. Placing it under the tongue was said to confer
prophecy and wise judgment.

TOPAZ (corundum, gemstone that may be white, clear, pink,
wine, pale blue, pale green, brown, or yellow [the most pre-
cious))
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The power of a topaz is believed to increase and decrease with
the Moon. Its inner radiance dispels darkness; its energy is af-
fected by heat, pressure, and friction. Topaz is said to lose its col-
or in the presence of poison. Its planets are Uranus and Mercury.
Air is its element and November its month. Gemini, Leo, Sagittari-
us, and Scorpio are its astrological houses. Topaz is sacred to Ra.
Christians hold it sacred to James the Less.

Use topaz for protection and to attract love. Topaz treats grief,
anger, covetousness, cowardice, nightmares, sleepwalking, luna-
tic passion, and sexual excess. It obtains the favor of princes and
links higher and lower consciousness. Set in gold and worn as a
necklace (or as a bracelet on the left arm), it brightens the wit and
acts as a charm against sorcery and magic.

The topaz has been recommended for arthritis, rheumatism,
inflammations, digestive problems, and mental illness. Some bind
it to wounds in the belief that it will stop bleeding. Some apply it
to the nose for nosebleeds.

Blue topaz corresponds to the planet Uranus. Use it for inspi-
ration, focus, clarity, dispelling darkness, and the assimilation of
abstract knowledge.

TOURMALINE/TURMALINE (crystallized silicate that polarizes
light; it comes in many colors, including red [rubeolite] and blue
[indiolite]; some varieties are of gemstone quality)

Tourmaline’s quality is electric. Libra is its astrological house. Oc-
cultists considered tourmaline unlucky and malignant. It was used
with topaz for healthy teeth and bones and to treat varicose veins
and baldness.

Blue tourmaline relieves stress and can be used to induce
peace and sleep. Black tourmaline is for protection and deflecting
negativity, green tourmaline for creativity, protection, money
spells, business success, and balancing male energies. Use it for
refining, strengthening, and directing the will as well. Pink tour-
maline is for protection, devotion, sacrifice, love spells, and bal-
ancing female energies. Red tourmaline is for courage and energy.
Watcermelon tourmaline corrects imbalances, eases guilt, attracts
love and friendship, and strengthens empathy.

TURQUOISE (opaque bluish-green or sky-blue precious stone)
Turquoise symbolizes the sky. It is a sacred stone to many Native
Amecerican nations, usced in medicine bags. Muslims engrave tur
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quoise with Koranic verses as amulets. Turquoise corresponds to
Venus and the Moon. December is its month, Sagittarius its astro-
logical house. It is sacred to Hathor (Lady of the Turquoise) and
Sopedu (patron of turquoise mines).

Use turquoise for success, friendship, money, love, healing,
courage, protection, good fortune, cheering the soul, and mani-
festing spiritual qualities on the physical plane. It prevents acci-
dents, especially while horseback riding. Suspended within an
empty glass, a turquoise is said to tell time by the number of times
it strikes the side of the glass. A turquoise brings happiness and
good fortune when given with love. Turquoises were given as
love tokens in Germany, where their color was believed to last as
long as the love did.

Remove a turquoise at once if it turns green, because it will
bring misfortune. They are said to change color according to their
owners’ health and mood, growing pale with illness or sorrow,
losing their color at death, but gradually regaining it with a new,
healthy owner:

As a compassionate Turquoise that doth tell
By looking pale the wearer is not well.>?

They are also said to move when danger threatens the person
wearing them, and to lose their beauty if purchased rather than
given or received as gifts.

The turquoise supposedly renews mental abilities, preserves
from contagion, strengthens the eyes, and improves nutrition.

ZIRCON (crystalline mineral of various colors, some varieties of
which are used as gemstones)

Aquarius is the zircon’s astrological house. Use zircons for wis-
dom, honor, and driving away evil spirits. They are said to relicve
insomnia. Consult Part III (Colors) for information on how to usc
different colored zircons.
Jacintb/byacinth: Orange or reddish gemstone, this varicty of
zircon may also be yellow, brown, green, gray, or whitc. Jar
goon is a smoky white variety.
January is the jacinth’s month. Cancer, Virgo, Sagittarius,
and Aquarius are its astrological houses. Use jacinths for wis

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dom, honor, prudence, money spells, and improving the per-
sonality. Wear it to avert evil spirits. Wear it on a ring for rich-
es. Holding a jacinth in the mouth is said to cheer the heart
and strengthen the mind. Jacinth supposedly strengthens the
heart, treats insomnia, and protects against plague, lightning,
poison, pestilence, and air pollution. It was used in vinegar for
cough, rupture, and melancholy.

The blue jacinth is specific for insomnia. Wearing a green ja-
cinth on the neck or finger is said to make strangers sure and
acceptable to their guests. A green jacinth with red veins set
in silver has the most power.

The yellow hyacinth is used for peace, concord, cooling in-
ward heat, and strengthening the mind toward good things.
Christians hold pink hyacinths sacred to St. Simeon.

Use the numbers 8, 6, 4, 2 on your fax machine, modem, or
cell phone to summon Baduh, the spirit who speeds the transmis-
sion of messages. In metaphysics, zero equals 22.

1 corresponds to the fixed stars, Mercury, and the Sun. Onc is
the monad, the unit, the source of all numbers. Use the numbcr
one for beginnings, individuality, achievement, inspiration, leader
ship, creation, ideas, invention, originality, determination, ind¢
pendence, drive, incentive, courage, ambition, selfishness, unduc
force, good fortune and that which is about to take shape.

2 corresponds to Mars and Saturn. It is the cause of increase and
division.

Use the number three for love, friendship, popularity, charm,
diplomacy, expression, harmony, enjoyment, criticism, feelings,
sharing, impulsiveness, communication, good fortune, and the dy-
namic flow of action and power through the word that goes forth
and comes into being.

4 is the number of the four quarters of the sky and the number
of the elements. It is the square, the physical world, the highest
degree of perfection. Four corresponds to Earth, Jupiter, Mercury,
Venus, and Mars. It was regarded as holy in ancient Egypt, but is
considered unlucky in Japan.

Use four for manifestation, wholeness, formation, foundation,
building, stability, planning, organization, loyalty, results, concen-
tration, practical application, good fortune, conscious structure,
hidden feelings, all-or-nothing love, high sex drive, blocks, limita-
tions, and opposition.

5 is the Grove of the Senses, the sweet cauldron of the five trees,
and of the five vowels. It is the pentacle, the stations of the God-
dess—birth, initiation, consummation, repose, death. Five symbol-
izes the variously colored world, the material and spiritual worlds.
It corresponds to the planets Jupiter, Venus, and Mars and the trees
apple, elder, and willow. It is the cauldron of Cerridwen, sacred to
Carmenta, the Goddess, Kali, Minerva, and the White Goddess.

Use five for sensuality, passion, freedom, love, spirituality,
mystery, magnetism, attraction, wanton sexuality, travel, expan-
sion, adventure, new opportunities, recreation, new thinking,
change, the desire to know, inspiration, and optimism.

6 is the number of life, the balancing factor. It corresponds to the
Sun, the Moon, and the planets Venus and Mercury. Six is sacred to
the Near Eastern gods Haddad, Reshep, Rimmon, and Teshub.

Use six for love, balance, intellect, emotions, care, imagination,
harmony, glory, service, comfort, adjustment, compassion, interfer-
cnce, social consciousness, family matters, peak experience, emo-
tional consciousness, and the search for perfection.

7 is a sacred number, a spiritual number, the number of the
heavens and the seas. 1 is the mystical number of Jehovah and
was adored by Pythagorcans. Seven is i Moon number that corre
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sponds to the Sun and the planets Saturn and Venus. It is sacred (o
Athene and Yemaya. The roebuck is its animal.

Use seven for completion, knowledge, accomplishment, wis
dom, intelligence, discovery, peace, health, observation, faith,
meditation, holiness, light, perfection, fear, investigation, mysii
cism, ultimate truths, good fortune, female enchantment, passion
as an end in itself, escapism, doubt, skepticism, and that which
exists but cannot be seen.

8 is both a practical and a sacred number, held sacred to the Sun
in Egypt, Babylon, and Arabia. It is the mystic number of solar in
crease and alludes to the relationship between Earth and Venus
Seven was adored by Pythagoreans. It corresponds to Mercury,
the Moon, and the Sun. Holly is its tree. Eight symbolizes Posci
don’s unshakable power and is a potent symbol of Venus, embli
zoned on her shield. Sacrificial barley cakes were decorated with
eight-armed crosses.

Use eight for infinity, power, increase, duplication, success,
enlargement, attainment, accomplishment, patience, ambition,
organization, discipline, pride, commitment, fertility, recognition,
spiritual fortitude, hard work, and power from within that enablcs.

9 is the light bearer, the prime Moon number. It corresponds to
the Moon, and to almond and hazel trees. Nine was the sacred
number of orgiastic Moon priestesses. It is sacred to the Musc, to
all Moon goddesses and all triple goddesses. It was Dante’s mystic
number and was adored by Pythagoreans.

Use nine for wisdom, lunar wisdom, completion, sacred
magic, lunar magic, culmination, wholeness, the seeds of new he
ginning, inspiration, creativity, magnetism, good fortune, indcpen
dence of mind, fulfillment, achievement, selflessness, impcersonal
love, idealism (cloud nine), human rights, emotional extrcmes,
emotions that are deeply felt but not expressed, and having to let
go of that which is cherished.

10 contains the sum of the four prime numbers. 1t denotes all
systems of the world and comprehends all musical and arithmetic
proportions. Use ten for perfection and cyclical beginnings.

11 is a spiritual number that corresponds to the plant ivy. Use clev
en for insight, intuition, unconventionality, inspiration and joy.
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12 is the number of a complete cycle of manifestation. It corre-
sponds to guelder rose and oak. Use twelve for established power.

13 is a sacred number, the end and the beginning, the number
of moons in a year. Held unlucky in the West, where buildings
are numbered without a thirteenth floor, the number thirteen in-
vokes no fear in witches. Thirteen corresponds to the elder tree
and is sacred to the White Moon Goddess. Use it for lunar magic
and witchcraft.

14 is a Moon number, the number of days in the unlucky first
half of a lunar month.

15 corresponds to the planet Saturn, is sacred to Inanna, Irnini,
Ishara, and Ishtar. It was a number of prime importance in the
Feast of the Tabernacles at Jerusalem. Use fifteen for complete-
ness (3 x 5).

1 6 is the number of increase. It corresponds to the planet Mars.

19 is a golden number, the number of the Great Year. It recon-
ciles solar and lunar time and is the number of years of a sacred
king's reign.

2 O is sacred to Shamash/Babbar/Utu, the Mesopotamian Sun god.

21 is the number of the rays in Akhenaton’s Sun. It corresponds
to the Sun.

22 is the god force, a mystical number of Jehovah. It represented
the value of pi, which was once a religious secret. Use 22 for per-
fection, completion, control, and vision.

30 is sacred to the Mesopotamian Moon gods Nanna and Sin.
34 corresponds to the planet Jupiter.

40 is sacred to the Mesopotamian gods Ea, Enki, and Nudimmud.

42 is light, glory, and pcace multiplied by life, a mystical num-
her of Jehowah.,
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45 is the pentad of the Goddess of the Year.
50 corresponds to the Moon.

60 is sacred to Anu, the Babylonian creator god.

65 corresponds to the planet Mars.

72 is a grand solar number and the sacred number of Stoncheng, ,

It corresponds to the planet Venus.

111 corresponds to the Sun.

175 corresponds to the planet Venus.

2 60 corresponds to the planet Mercury.
369 corresponds to the Moon.

432 symbolizes the renewal of an aeon.

25, 800, or 25,920 all represent the period o a ool

Year, the entire cycle of the zodiac.

GLOSSARY

Imese words and terms may be difficult to find in regular dictionar-
s, Different traditions sometimes use the same word in different
ways, so I have given more than one definition for some entries.

Akashic Records: astral record of everything that has ever happened

amulet: something that is worn for protection, usually jewelry

ankh: ancient Egyptian symbol of life; it looks like a cross with a
loop at the top

astral projection (AP): an altered state, often achieved via trance,
in which the consciousness is freed from the physical body

athame: ceremonial knife used in magic and rituals; in classical
Wicca, an athame is only used ritually and must have a black
handle

aura: bio-energy field of a living creature

hanishing: a magical working performed to remove evil, threats,
darkness, negativity, or people embodying those qualities

Book of Shadows: a witch’s handwritten book of spells, rituals,
and magical information

hotanica: a Santerian shop that sells herbs, charms, candles, reli-
gious statues, and so on.

bruja/brujo: Spanish for witch. (j is pronounced like h)

Burning Times: historical period in Europe when Christians per-
sccuted and tortured witches and alleged witches; thousands
were put to death, usually by hanging or burning at the stake

chakra: any of the seven energy nodes of the human body

<halice: a ceremonial goblet that represents the element of water
harm: a magical object, action, or incantation that effects magic,
or averts evil or danger

Circle: a group, less formal than a coven, of witches who prac-
tice, worship, celebrate, or study together

<lairvoyance: psychic ability to know things beyond your imme-
diate knowledge (also called ESP and second sight)

coming out of the broom closet: living openly as a witch

consccration: a ceremony that dedicates a thing or place for sa-
cred use

corn spirit: spirit of a grain crop, cmbodicd in an entity, person,

or animel
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coven: organized group of witches who practice, worship, and/
or celebrate together; covens traditionally consist of no morc
then thirteen members, and are led by a high priestess and a
high priest

Covenstead: place where a coven of witches usually meets, often
the home of the high priest/ess

Craft: witchcraft

croning: ceremony held to mark a woman’s transition from moth-
er to crone, the final phase of a woman’s life

crystallomancy: divination by crystals, usually a crystal ball

dedicant: a new witch in the period of study and apprenticeship
before initiation (traditionally a year and a day)

deosil: clockwise

divination: any practice that reveals the future or unknown
things, often involving tarot cards, runes, and crystal balls

eclectic: a witch who works with deities from or worships with-
in more than one culture or mythological system

elder: witch who has attained a position of respect in the craft:
coven member who has attained an advanced degree of initiation

Esbat: coven meetings held at the Full Moon; incorrect designa-
tion used by some witches for the Lesser Sabbats

evocation: calling upon spirits, elementals, or other entities

faery: alternative spelling for fairy, to distinguish it as a belict
system

familiar: animal, usually a cat, with whom a witch establishes a
special psychic/magical relationship; familiars offer help, com-
panionship, protection, and usually unconditional love as well

Fivefold Bond: ritual tie that links wrists, neck, and ankles

Fivefold Kiss: ritual greeting of eight kisses between witches of
opposite genders in classical Wicca, on the feet, knees, pclvis,
breast, and lips

flying ointment: paste, usually containing herbs, that is applicd
to the skin to aid in astral projection

folk magic: a culture’s traditional magical practices

Gardnerian: of or relating to Gerald Gardner, who is credited
with reviving Wicca in modern times; any formal Wiccan tra
dition that follows Gerald Gardner’s system

granny woman: a female shaman, usually of the Appalachian
Mountain region of the United States

grimoire: Book of Shadows, a handwritten book of spclls and
magical information

gris gris: French patois word for a charm
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hex: n. a spell, usually negative; the evil eye, a curse; v. to cast
such a spell

hedgewitch: a walker-between-worlds, a non-Wiccan witch with
a shamanistic path

hidden children: witches who must keep their religion secret,
the hidden children of the Goddess

high priest/ess: witch who has attained a tradition’s highest de-
gree of initiation and leads a coven

hoodoo: African-American folk magic tradition

HP/HPS: high priest/high priestess

I Ching, The Book of Changes: Chinese system of divination that
uses yarrow stalks or coins inscribed with hexagrams

incubus (pl. incubi): malevolent male entity that takes sexual
possession of sleeping women

invocation: calling upon a god/dess for help or to empower a spell

juju: West African word for magic

karma: that which accrues and is carried over from one lifetime
to the next, can be positive or negative, according to the lives
you have led

kitchen witch: witch who uses mainly practical magic centering
on the home, hearth, and family

kundalini: dormant bio-energy resident in the base of the human
spine, in the root chakra, released through yoga and other
practices for enlightenment, intelligence, and spiritual insights

libation: liquid offering to a god/dess, such as wine or milk, us-
ually poured out upon the earth, but may be poured into a fire
or offered in another way

mage, magus (pl. magi): someone who is adept at magic but not
a witch; in some Wiccan traditions, a male witch who has at-
tained more than the first level of initiation

magick: ceremonial or ritual magic, high magick; alternative spell-
ing for magic used by some witches and other practitioners to
distinguish it from the illusions and prestidigitation of stage
magicians

maiden: stage of a woman’s life between menarche and mother-
hood or mentoring; assistant high priestess in a traditional coven

Matrix: word used to describe the universe as the Goddess-web-
of-life

medicine bag: Native American shaman’s pouch, usually contain-
ing herbs, stones, feathers, and so on

medium: person who is able to channel spirits or other entitics

mojo: Afro-American word for magic
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mojo bag: small bag, usually containing charms or talismns,
worn around the neck for power, protection, and so on

necromancy: divination via spirits of the dead

novice: someone who has just begun studying the craft

OBE: out-of-body experience, astral projection, lucid dreaming

Ogham: any ancient Celtic magical alphabet

Old Soul: person who has been reincarnated several times

omen: anything that may be interpreted as a sign, positive or ncy,
ative, from the universe

oracle: place or method for divination by means of deities, as in
terpreted by a priest/ess, including the flight of birds, the
sound of splashing water or rustling leaves (the most famous
oracle of the ancient world was that of Apollo at Delphi)

orisha: any deity in the Santerian religion

Ouija board: board printed with letters and simple words that is
used for communicating with spirits and operated by two or
more people touching a paten that moves around the board
pointing to letters or words

pentacle: five-pointed star, usually inside a circle; one of the suits
of a tarot deck

pentagram: pentacle that is written, printed, or drawn; five
pointed star inside a circle

postulant, neophyte: new member of a coven, someone who has
not yet been initiated

praiia: Hindu word for bio-energy, the vital force shared by every
living creature

poppet: humanoid figure that is used to represent someone for a
spell or other magical working

psychometry: drawing psychic impressions from objects while
handling them

psychopomp: god/dess who guides souls to the underworld or
afterlife

reincarnation: transmigration of the soul, metempsychosis, rebirth
in another body after death

runes: ancient Nordic alphabet, marked on stones or sticks :and
used for divination; magical chants or songs; any magical al
phabet or the stones, cards, or sticks on which it is printcd

Sabbats: eight annual Wiccan festivals (see Part I, About Wicca)

Sands of Time: sand taken from between the paws of the Great
Sphinx in Egypt, used to make spells and charms permanent

Santeria: Afro-Caribbean Earth religion that joins Yoruban god/
desses with Catholic saints
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scrying: divination by means of gazing, for instance into water, a
dark mirror, a crystal ball, or a bowl of black ink

séance: gathering of people, usually seated around a table, for the
purpose of communicating with spirits

shaman: priest and medicine man, usually of Native American or
Siberian peoples; shamanic practice includes magic, healing,
shapeshifting, communication with ancestral spirits, and divi-
nation

shamanka, shamaness: words sometimes used for female shamans

shapeshifting/skinwalking: shamanic practice, often aided by
drugs, drumming, and/or dance, of mentally assuming animal
form

sheikh/sheikha: modern Egyptian Arabic words for magical adepts

sigil: occult or mystical sign, a paper talisman

skyclad: ritual nudity, insisted on in some Wiccan traditions

solitary/solitaire: witch who practices alone, without a coven

sorcerer/sorceress: traditionally a person who practices black
magic, usually by aid of malevolent spirits; modern term used
by some magic-users to differentiate themselves from witches

succubus (pl. succubi): malevolent female entity that takes sex-
ual possession of sleeping men

Strega: Italian magical tradition

Summeriands: place where we rest after death, between incar-
nations

synchronicity: meaningful coincidence

talisman: magical object, usually made or carved at an astrological
moment suitable to its purpose

Tantra: Hindu path based in kundalini yoga and sex magic as a
way to enlightenment

the tarot: ancient system of cards used for divination

telekinesis: ability to move objects with your mind (also called
psychokinesis, PK; telekinesis is a very rare gift that usually
manifests accidentally when a person is angry or upset and is
most often seen in adolescents and fades with age)

third eye: chakra in the middle of the forehead

totem animal: animal that represents a person, tribe, or other
group

warlock: old term for a male witch that no one uses anymore;
men who pretended to be witches in order to penetrate cov-
c¢ns and betray witches during the Burning Terms

Wheel of the Year: annual cycle of the Sun, the Moon, the sca-
sons, and the zodiac
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white witch: witch on a right-hand path

widdershins: counterclockwise

witch doctor: African shaman

witch’s ball, witch ball: mass of dried entwined herbs blown
about by the wind, any small tumbleweed; glass ball with
mottled surface hung in a window to thwart witches and tra p
their spells; fancy-dress party attended by witches

witch’s bottle: sealed bottle placed in the house or buried on the
property for protection. There are many ways to makc a
witch’s bottle. Some witches use the detritus of the year—
broken pottery, rusted nails, junk mail, and so on. Witches
sometimes add something personal—hair, nail clippings,
urine, a bloody bandage or tampon. This sort of bottle is al-
ways buried, usually at Samhain (for the new year). Anothcer
type is a bottle filled with salt and sugar, and/or herbs for
blessings like protection, happiness, prosperity, and charms
to avert specific threats. This type of bottle is secreted some-
where in the home.

witch’s ladder: type of knot magic in which charms are knotted or
braided, with specific magical intention, into cords, to make a
powerful talisman; cord with 40 knots in it, or a string of 40
beads, used as a meditation device or aid to concentration

Witch Queen: high priestess whose coven has hived off two or
more new covens

wizard: someone who practices magic, but is not a witch

wort, wortcraft: herb, herbalism

yin/yang: opposite but balancing male and female principles—yin
is female (Moon) energy, negative and passive; yang is malc
(Sun) energy, positive and active

Yoni: female genitalia as a sacred symbol of life, creation, fertility,
sexuality, the Goddess, and so on
