  F.F.B.O.—Fatten, Farten, Burstein and Ooze, the largest advertising/public relations firm in the world.

  

  Fleet—The elite space fighting arm of Voltar to which Jettero Heller belongs and which the Apparatus
despises.

  

  Grafferty, "Bulldog"—A crooked New York City police inspector.

  

  Grand Council—The governing body of Voltar which
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  ordered a mission to keep Earth from destroying itself so it could be conquered on schedule per the
Invasion Timetable.

  

  Gris, Soltan—Apparatus officer placed in charge of the Blito-P3 (Earth) Section and an enemy of
