ARTICLE I

THE SUPREMECOUNCIL

ITS NAME

SEC. 1. The nameof this SupremeCouncil is “The Name
SupremeCouncil (Mother Council of the World) of
the InspectorsGeneral Knights Commandersof the
House of the Templeof Solomonof the Thirty-third
Degreeof the Ancient and Accepted Scottish Rite of
Free Masonry of the Southern Jurisdiction of the
UnitedStatesof America.”

ARTICLE II

ITS JURISDICTION

SEC. 1. The Jurisdictionof this SupremeCouncil in-
cludes all the territory over Which the United Statesof
America exercisesdomain or powers of government,
except the Statesof Maine, NeW Hampshire,Vermont,
Massachusetts,RhodeIsland, Connecticut,NeW York,
NeW Jersey,Pennsylvania,Delaware,Ohio, Indiana,
Illinois, Michigan, and Wisconsin, which were appor-
tioned by this Supreme Council to the Northern
Masonic Jurisdictionof the United States.

ARTICLE III
DEGREES

SEC. 1. By authorityof this SupremeCouncil,within
its Jurisdictionare establishedthe following Subordi-
nateBodies, to wit:

Perfection Degreesfrom the Fourth to the Fourteenth,inclusive;

namely, SecretMaster, PerfectMaster, Intimate Secre-
tary, Provost and Judge, Intendant of the Building,
Elu of the Nine, Elu of the Fifteen, Elu of the Twelve,
MasterArchitect, Royal Arch of Solomon,Pcrfcct Elu.

b. Chaptersof Rose Croix, by which are conferred
the Degreesfrom the Fifteenthto the Eighteenth,in-
clusive; namely,Knight of the East, Prince of Jerusa-
lem, Knight of the EastandWest, Knight RoseCroix.

c. Councils of Kadosh, by which are conferred the
Degreesfrom the Nineteenthto theThirtieth, inclusive;
namely, Pontiff, Masterof the Symbolic Lodge, Noa-
chite or PrussianKnight, Knight of the Royal Axe or
Prince of Libanus,Chief of the Tabernacle,Prince of
the Tabernacle,Knight of the BrazenSerpent,Prince
of Mercy, Knight Commanderof the Temple, Knight
of the Sun or PrinceAdept, ScottishKnight of St. An-
drew, Knight Kadosh.

d. Consistories,by which are conferred the Thirty-
first andThirty-secondDegrees;namely, InspectorIn-
quisitor, Masterof the Royal Secret.

SEC. 2. ThemandatorydegreesaretheFourth,Fourteenth,
Eighteenth,Thirtieth andThirty-secondandthey shall never
be communicatedexceptby the SovereignGrand Inspector
Generalor Deputy, and thenonly in unusualcircumstance.

None of the Degreesof the AncientandAcceptedScottish
Rite may beconferredwithin theJurisdictionof thisSupreme
council except by SubordinateBodies establishedby its
authority, nor be communicatedexceptby SovereignGrand
InspectorsGeneralin their discretionandwithin their Juris-
dictions, or by Deputiesof the Supremecouncil, asauthor-
ized in Article X, Section 3 of theseStatutes,or by a Sub-
ordinate Body having a special dispensation For that
purpose from a SovereignGrand InspectorGeneral or a
Deputy of the SupremeCouncil. All fees receivedfor De-
greescommunicatedas herein authorizedshall be immedi-
ately paidto the SupremeCouncil, unlessthe Degreeswere
communicatedfor the purposeof establishing,or as the
agentfor, an organizedBody, in which event they shall be
immediatelypaidto such Body.

SEC. 3. The SupremeCouncil reservesto itself the power
of confcrringany of the Degreesof the Rite upon any Brother
whom It may (Icein worthy to recelvcthem.

ARTICLE IV
MEMBERS

SEC. 1. This SupremeCouncil consistsof not to ex-
ceedthirty-threeActive Members(SovereignGrandIn-
spectors General) and such Emeriti and Honorary
Membersas the SupremeCouncil may elect. The Ac-
tive Membersshall be so distributedthat no particular
Jurisdiction within its GeneralJurisdiction shall have
morethanoneMember.

SEC. 2. Whenevera vacancyexists in any particular
Jurisdiction, the SupremeCouncil may, at any regular
sessionthereafterheld, elect from the InspectorsGen-
eral Honorary, residentand affiliated within that par-
ticular Jurisdiction,one personto the office of Sover-
eign Grand InspectorGeneralin that Jurisdictionwho
becomesexofficio an Active Memberof the Supreme
CouncilAd Vitam.

It may also,at anyregular or specialsession,electto
the office of SovereignGrand InspectorGeneral,with
no specific state or territory as a Jurisdiction, the
Grand SecretaryGeneral, who thereby becomesan
Active Memberat LargeandGrandSecretaryGeneral.

SEC.4. A SovereignGrand Inspector Generalwho

Emeriti Members,with the rank anddignity possessed
by him at the time of his retirement,togetherwith the
right to use the title of the highestoffice attainedby
him, with the prefix “Past,” and he shall be exempt
from the paymentof dues.

SEC. 5. Wheneveranyelectiveofficer of theSupreme
Council or a SovereignGrand InspectorGeneralshall
havebecome,by reasonof physicalor mentalinfirmity
or for cause, unableto properly dischargehis duties,
the SupremeCouncil may, upon his requestand by a
majority vote, or upon motion and by a two-thirds
vote of the membersthen presentat any regular or
special sessionof the SupremeCouncil, remove said
officer or InspectorGeneral from office or transfer
such officer or InspectorGeneralto the list of Emeriti
Members,with the rank andprivilegesof amemberre-
tiring under provisionsof Section4 of this Article.

SEC. 6. Upon retirement under either of the fore-
going sectionsthe office of SovereignGrandInspector
General,and any office in the SupremeCouncil held
by the Member so retired, shall immediately become
vacantand may be filled at that or any future regular
sessionof the SupremeCouncil.

SEC. 7. The SupremeCouncil may, at any regular
session,elect from amongthe Membersof the Thirty-
third Degreeof anyotherJurisdictionsuchBrethrenas
may be nominatedby the Grand Commander, to be
enrolledupon its TableauasEmeriti Membersof Hon-
our, whosenamesshall be continuedperpetuallyupon
its rolls. Eachof thesewill becomean HonoraryGrand
Crossof the Court of Honour andbe entitled to wear
the decorationof thai. Rank.

The number of such nominations for Inspectors
GeneralHonorary for eachOrient in the United States
and Canal Zone shall be three for its first 2,500 (or
fewer) Mastersof the Royal Secretas of theprior De-
cember 31, and one for each additional 2,500.

obtained,andsuch nominationshall be chargedto the
Jurisdiction of the SovereignGrandInspectorGeneral
or the Deputy of the SupremeCouncil making the
same.

In addition to the nominationsprovided for
in theprecedingsection,and in addition to thenumber
standingto his credit, and in the sameform andman-
ner andcomplyingwith the sameconditions,eachSov-
ereign Grand InspectorGeneral and each Deputy of
the Supreme Council may nominate to receive the
Thirty-third Degreewith the rank and dignity of In-
spectorGeneral Honorary and Honorary Member of
the SupremeCouncil, oneMaster of the Royal Secret
for the first onehundred,andone for eachadditional
two hundredMastersof the Royal Secretwho havere-
ceived the Thirty-second Degree in his Jurisdiction
sincethe precedingregular session.Whateverfractions
are left over from onesuch sessionmay be countedin
thequotaof the next.

SEC. 25. A SovereignGrand InspectorGeneralmay
grant dispensationswaiving the provisionsof the Stat-
utes of the SupremeCouncil or the By-laws of Sub-
ordinate Bodies within his Jurisdiction governing the
time of presentingpetitions of candidates,reference
andreportsof committeesthereon,andballotingthere-
for, anddelaysin the time for conferringDegreesupon
qualified andelectedcandidates,and all other Statutes
and By-laws governing the time and place of meeting
andthetransactionof routine businessby theSubordi-
nateBodies in his particular Jurisdiction.He shall not
have power to dispensewith the requirementof resi-
dencewithin his Jurisdictionfor aperiod of six months
prior to petitioning for the Degrees,except in cases
when the respective InspectorsGeneral or Deputies
agree.He maygive his consentto SubordinateBodies
suspendingthe provisionsof their By-laws in particular
instanceswhen in his opinion such action is for the
best interestof the Rite, and thereis no statuteof the
SupremeCouncilprohibitingit.

SEC. 26. A SovereignGrand InspectorGeneralhas
the power to confer or communicateDegrees,either
with or without chargetherefor, and without election
by a Body of the Rite, upon Brethren of great merit
anddesertin his Jurisdiction, who he is assuredwill be
faithful and zealousin the Rite, or who are not well
able to pay for the Degrees,or he may direct any or-
ganized Body, or Bodies, within his Jurisdiction to
confer such Degrees for him, either with or without
chargetherefor.

And the SovereignGrandInspectorGeneralmay di-
rect that such Brethrenbe enrolled asmembersof such
Bodies of the Rite in his Jurisdiction as he may des-
ignatc.

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In caseswhere the Degrees are conferred or com-
municated without charge, the Subordinate Bodies
conferringsame,or in which the Brethrenareenrolled
as members,shall not be required to pay to the Su-
premeCouncil the customaryfee for Degrees;and the
SupremeCouncil shall furnish to such Brethren, the
usualEnglishPatentsor Diplomaswithout charge.

But a Deputyof the SupremeCouncil is not author-
ized to confer or communicateDegrees,or have it
done,without chargetherefor.

Reports, SEC. 27. Each SovereignGrand InspectorGeneral
Official shall make, whenever requestedby the Grand Com-

manderso to do, a full report of his official acts and
decisionsduring such period as may be prescribedby
the Grand Commander. In this report he may also
makesuch recommendationsfor the good of the Rite
as he maydeempertinent.

Deaths SEC. 28. Upon the deathof a SovereignGrand In-
spector General, Active or .Emeritus, notice thereof
shall be given the GrandCommander,who shallcause
to be promulgateda suitable memorialof his life and
Masonicservice.Upon thedeathof an InspectorGen-
eral Honorary,the SovereignGrandInspectorGeneral
or the Deputyof the SupremeCouncil for theJurisdic-
tion shall notify the Grand SecretaryGeneral, who
shall causeto be publishedin the New Age in a Me-
morial Column the name of the deceasedHonorary
Member, with the date and place of his birth and
death. The SovereignGrand InspectorGeneralor the

Memorials Deputyof the SupremeCouncilshall alsocausea suit-
ablememorialpageto be set apartin the recordsof the
Lodge of Perfection of which the deceasedInspector
GeneralHonorary was a member.This section,how-
ever, shall not be construedas prohibiting the Sover-
eign Grand InspectorGeneral, the Deputy of the Su-
premeCouncil or the Lodge from promulgatingany
othersuitablememorial if desired.

SEC. 29. The Committeeon Obituariesshall include
in its report to the regularsessionthe tablets,not pre-
viously reported, in memoryof deceasedActive and
Emeriti Inspectors General prepared by the Grand
Commander,which shall be published in the Trans-
actionsof the SupremeCouncil in full, togetherwith a
pageor pagesoccupiedby a reproductionof a photo-
graph of eachof thedeceased.

There shall also be publishedin the Transactionsa
tableauof deceasedInspectorsGeneralHonorary,and
on opposite pages shall appeara reproduction of a
photographof each,of such size that four or more
mayappearupon onepage.

SEC. 30. The GrandCommandermay dispensewith
thewearingof the prescribedbadgeof mourningor the
drapingof the altarsandworking tools upon thedeath
of an Active or Emeritus Member of the Supreme
Council. The SovereignGrand InspectorGeneralmay
in like mannerdispensewith thesememorial acts on
the death of an InspectorGeneralHonorary of his
Jurisdiction.

SEC. 31. All official correspondencewith the Grand
Commander,andbetweenBodiesof the Rite locatedin
different Jurisdictionswithin the GeneralJurisdiction,
relating to the statusof members,to questionsof Jur-
isdiction, to Masonic intercourse,to appealsfor Ma-
sonic Charity or Fraternal Assistance,and to every
subject requiring legislation by the SupremeCouncil,
shall be carried on through the SovereignGrand In-
spectorsGeneralor the Deputiesof the SupremeCoun-
cil in chargeof the respectiveJurisdictions.All official
correspondencewith Bodies locatedin other Jurisdic-
tions relating to similar mattersmust be carriedon by
the SovereignGrandInspectorGeneralor the Deputy
of the SupremeCouncil through the GrandCommand-
cr, unlessand as otherwiseorderedor directedby the
GrandCommander.
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Resignation SEC. 32. The resignationof aMembershall be made
to the SupremeCouncil whenin session,subjectto its
acceptanceby a majority vote. In vacation it may be
madeto the Grand Commander,who is authorizedto
acceptthe same,or to report it to the SupremeCouncil
for action.

ARTICLE V
SESSIONS—QUORUM

Sessions, SEC. 1. The SupremeCouncil shall meet in regular
Regular sessionbiennially at the House of the Temple in the

City of Washington,District of Columbia, on the third
Monday of October in each odd year, and in special
sessionas provided in Section2 of this Article; but no
nominationof InspectorsGeneralHonorary, of Grand
Crosses,or of Knights Commanderof the Court of
Honour shall be madeor actedupon exceptat a reg-
ular sessionin Washington.

Sessions, SEC. 2. Special sessionsmay be called by the Grand
Special Commanderto be held at such time andplace as he

maynamein the call. It shall be his duty to call special
sessionsupon the written requestof a majority of the
SovereignGrand InspectorsGeneralat such time and
place as may be designatedin their request.The date
of a special sessionshall be not less than fifteen days
nor morethansixty daysafter the dateof summonsex-
cept by unanimousconsentand notice of a special
meetingshallbe given by wire andfollowed immediate-
ly by formal written notice to each SovereignGrand
InspectorGeneral.

SEC. 3. Seven SovereignGrand InspectorsGeneral,
the Grand Commanderor Lieutenant Grand Com-
manderbeingpresent,or nine SovereignGrandInspec-
tors General, in the absenceof these officers, shall
constitutea quorum for the transactionsof business.

SEC. 2. The Grand Commanderis the SupremeEK-
ecutiveand the Chief Judicial Officer of the Rite with-
in the Jurisdictionof this SupremeCouncil. He is the
representativeof the SupremeCouncil when thatBody
is not in session,and is investedwith generalpowersof
supervision,instruction,andadministrationeverywhere
within its Jurisdiction; andhc may decideall questions

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properly referredto him affecting the interestsof the
Rite, and shall report his decisionsin such manneras
he may deembest, to the SovereignGrandInspectors
Generalandthe Deputiesof theSupremeCouncil.

SEC. 3. The Grand Commandershall, at each regu-
lar session,makereport to the SupremeCouncil of all
official acts performedand judicial decisionsrendered
by him in recess.An appeal from any decision ren-
deredby him shall not operateassuspensive.All of his
official acts are subject to review by the Supreme
Council.

SEC. 4. He shall, if practicable,visit, either in person
or by duly commissionedrepresentatives,oneor more
of the Bodies in eachStateor Territory at least oncein
every two years and make report thereof to the Su-
premeCouncilat its next regularsession.

SEC. 5. The Lieutenant Grand Commander, in the
absenceof the GrandCommanderfrom the Jurisdic-
tion of the SupremeCouncil or upon the special re-
questof the GrandCommander,shallassumetheexec-
utive duties andpowersof the office of Grand Com-
mander,acting as LieutenantGrand Commander,and
shall haveauthority to issueLettersTemporaryfor the
organizationof new Bodies,decidequestionssubmitted
to him, sign checksand warrants,andperform such
otheractsas the emergencymayrequire.

In the eventof the death, resignationor disability of
the Grand Commander,the LieutenantGrand Com-
mandershall assumethe office of GrandCommander,
as GrandCommander,and as such shallpossessall the
powersandbe chargedwith the dutiesandresponsibili-
ties of the office.

He shall render a report of his acts to the Supreme
Councilat the nextregularsession.

If therebe no electedLieutenantGrandCommander
the rights anddutieshereinset forth shall inure to and
be dischargedby the GrandPrior.

If under our Statutesandduringhis electedterm of
office, the Lieutenant Grand Commandershould be-
come Acting Grand Commander,or succeedto the
office of GrandCommander,he shallso remainduring
said period andhavethe title “SovereignGrand Com-
mander,” and the office of LieutenantGrand Com-
mandershall remain vacantuntil the next election of
officersby the SupremeCouncil.

When the Lieutenant Grand Commanderassumes
the office of Grand Commanderas authorizedunder
our Statuteshe shall be paid and be entitled to the
salary, expenses,andbenefitsprovided for the Grand
Commander.

SEC. 6. The official titles of the Elective Officers of
the SupremeCouncil are as given in Section 1, of this
Article, under the heading,“Elective.”

SEC. 7. The Grand SecretaryGeneralshall keep in
books provided for that purposea faithful record of
the transactionsof the SupremeCouncil and of the
Council of Administration,and shall keep in his pos-
sessionandaffix to suchpapersas may requireattesta-
tion, the official sealof the SupremeCouncil. He shall
keep all the accountsof the SupremeCouncil, receive
all moneysdueit andgive properreceiptstherefor,and
shall immediatelydeposit,in thenameof the Supreme
Council, in adepositoryor despositoriesdesignatedby
the SupremeCouncil, all moneysreceivedby him from
any sourcewhatsoever,and render a due account of

The Grand SecretaryGeneralshall maketo
the SupremeCouncil on the first day of eachregular
sessiona full report of the transactionsof his office,
both generaland financial, since the last regular ses-
sion.

ARTICLE X

DEPUTIES OF THE SUPREMECOUNCIL

The Grand Commandermay appoint and
commission an Inspector General Honorary as the
Deputy of the SupremeCouncil in any terrritory not

Foreign occupiedby it or by any other regular SupremeCoun-
Territory cil, with power to confer or communicatethe Degrees

and establishSubordinateBodies of the Rite in such
territory underLettersTemporaryissuedby the Grand
Commander,and to perform such other acts as shall
be specified in the commission issued to him by the
GrandCommander.

SEC. 2. The Grand Commandermay also appoint
andcommissionan InspectorGeneralHonorary as the
Deputyof the SupremeCouncil in any particularJuris-
diction which is unattached,and in which thereis no
residentSovereignGrand InspectorGeneral, with the
powersand prerogativesof a SovereignGrand Inspec-
tor Generalwithin such Jurisdiction, exceptas other-
wise provided in these Statutes. The Deputy thus
appointedmust be at the time of appointmenta bona
fide resident,andan affiliated memberof Subordinate
Bodies, in the Jurisdiction for which he is appointed,

SEC. 3. A Deputy of the SupremeCouncil shall not
havethe power to confer or communicateDegrees,ex-
cept for the purposeof immediatelyestablishing,or as
agent of, an organized Body. Nor shall he have the
power to confer or communicateDegreesas agratuity.

SEC. 4. All fees collected by a Deputy of the
SupremeCouncil must be paid over by him to the
Body for which the Degreeswereconferred,or to the
SupremeCouncil if a Body is not organized.He shall
bereimbursedfor all moneysnecessarilyexpendedby him
in the dischargeof his duty in organizing Bodiesin un-
occupied territories, upon accounts renderedto and
approvedby the GrandCommander.

SEC. 5. A Deputy of the Supreme Council shall
make, when requestedby the Grand Commanderor
the SupremeCouncil, a full anddetailedreport of his
acts and decisionstogetherwith any recommendations
he mayhaveto offer.

SEC. 6. The appointmentor commissionof aDeputy
of the SupremeCouncil shall be in force no longer
thanthe closeof the ensuingregularsessionof the Su-
premeCouncil, unlessconfirmed at suchsessionby the
SupremeCouncil, andcontinuedin force by the Grand
Commander.No Deputywhoseappointmenthasfailed
of confirmation shall again be appointedor commis-
sionedwithout the consentof the SupremeCouncil.

At the reception of candidatesand upon
other eeremonialoccasionsthe Brethren may wearthe
ordinaryeveningdressof society or other black cloth-
ing, in lieu of the uniform, with the jewels anddecora-
tionsof this Rite belongingto their rank.

Mourning SEC. 3. The mourningcolor of the SupremeCouncil
Colors is violet on white; that of the Court of Honour, black

on orange;thatof all theotherBodies, black on red.

GRAND DECORATIONS

Decorations SEC. 4. Those who are entitled to wear the Grand
Decorations(Majora Insignia Ordinis) of the Thirty-
third Degreewill be divided into four classesandareas
follows:

SEC. 5. Fourth Class: The Decoration shall be of
gold andenamel,oneandone-halfof an inch in diam-
eter,and madein the form as describedin the Appen-
dix to the GrandConstitutionsof 1786. (See40, Article
II, Pages269 and 271, Grand Constitutions.)

Any memberof the 140 who has a membershipin

accumulativeyears totalling 50 is entitled to recogni-
tion as such. Such recognitionwill permit the recipient
to weara50-yearcap or a50-yearpin, andheshall also
be entitled to receivea proper certificate. To qualify
for such recognition, the recordsof the membershall
be submittedby the Valley’s Secretariesto andcertified
by the GrandSecretaryGeneral.

This cap shall be the samestyle and shape as that
for Knight Commanderof the Court of Honour, ex-
cept that it is madeof light blue grosgrainsilk, with a
band of the samematerial 1 ¼inches wide finished.
The insignia on center in front shall be the figure 50
surroundedby a greensilk embroideredlaurel wreath.

ARTICLE XIV
COURT OF HONOUR

SEC. 1. The Court of Honour, establishedfor those
Brethrenwho have deservedwell of the Rite, shall be
composedof the SovereignGrand InspectorsGeneral,
the Emeriti and Honorary Members of the Supreme
Council, the Grand Crosses,and the Knights Com-
mander.

SEC. 2. Not less thanthirty days before eachregular
sessionof the SupremeCouncil each SovereignGrand
Inspector Generaland each Deputy of the Supreme
Council may file, in the numberbelowspecified, in the
office of the Grand Secretary General, the written
nominations of Mastersof the Royal Secretwho are
membersin good standingin their Jurisdiction,for the
rank and decoration of Knight Commanderof the
Court of Honour. Nominations filed less than thirty
days beforeany such sessionshall not be consideredat
that session, except by unanimousconsent. Nomina-
tions shallbe madeuponblanksfurnishedby the Grand
SecretaryGeneral,and must state the namein full of
eachnominee,the place anddateof his birth, his occu-
pation, his residence, the date when he received the
Thirty-secondDegree, the names and location of the
Bodies of the Rite with which he is affiliated, and a
brief statementof his specific servicesrenderedin be-
half of this Rite. Provided, that when the nomineeis
either a residentof, or a memberof Bodies in another
particularJurisdiction under this GeneralJurisdiction,
the approval of such nomination by the Sovereign
GrandInspectorGeneralor the l)eputy of the Supreme
Council in such ot heI~ part ictilar .1 urisdiction shall be
ol,t Lii iicd, LfIid such nOW i na I ion ~lmu be cliargcd to t lie
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Jurisdiction of the SovereignGrand lnspectorGeneral
or the Deputy of the SupremeCouncil making the
same.

The numberof such nominationsfor Knights Com-
manderfor eachOrient in the United Statesand Canal
Zone shall be two for each nomination for Inspector
GeneralHonoraryasset forth in Article IV, Section9,
of theseStatutes.

The smaller territorial and foreign Orients mayeach
have two nominationsfor Knights Commander,except
when in the judgment of the Grand Commandera
larger numberis neededin aparticularJurisdiction.

SEC. 3. In addition to the nominationsprovided for
in theprecedingsection,and in addition to the number
standingto his credit, and in the sameform and man-
net, and complying with the same conditions, each
SovereignGrand InspectorGeneraland each Deputy
of the SupremeCouncil may nominate for the rank
and decorationof Knight Commanderof the Court of
Honour one Masterof the Royal Secret for each fifty
Mastersof the Royal Secret who have received the
Thirty-secondDegreein his Jurisdiction sincethe pre-
ceding regular session.Whateverfractionsareleft over
from onesuch sessionmay be countedin thequotaof
the next.

Nominations under this and the preceding section
shall be referred to the Committee on Nominations
and reporthad thereonbeforeballot is taken.

No nomination shall be madefor a memberof any
Body which is in arrearsfor two years.

SEC.4. The SupremeCouncil reservesto itself the
right to elect Knights Commanderof the Court of
Honour from the Mastersof the Royal Secretof the
Jurisdictionat largewheneverin its judgmentthe inter-
estof the Rite will be therebypromoted.

SEC. 5. A SovereignGrand InspectorGeneral or a
Deputy of the SupremeCouncil may not nominateto
the rank and decorationof Knight Commanderof the
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Knight
Commander,
Unaffiliated

Court of Honour any onewho shallnot havereceived
the Thirty-secondDegreeat least forty-six monthsbe-
fore the sessionat which the nominationis to be voted
on, and hasnot a Patentof the Thirty-secondDegree
from this SupremeCouncil or asimilar Patentfrom a
regular SupremeCouncil of anotherGrand Jurisdic-
tion, which hasbeenofficially endorsedby the officers
of the Bodiesof this Jurisdictionwith which he hasbe-
come affiliated, and who is not an affiliated Master
Mason, and a member of a Lodge of Perfection,
Chapterof RoseCroix, Council of Kadosh, andCon-
sistoryof this Jurisdiction.

Whenever a Knight Commanderof the Court of
Honour for any causeis suspendedby or becomesun-
affiliated in his Blue Lodge or any Body of this Rite,
and such status so continuesfor one year, or is ex-
pelledby anysuch Lodge or Body, he therebyloseshis
rank anddecoration, together with all his rights and
privilegesassuch.

Rank Not SEC. 6. The rank of Knight Commander of the
Applied For Court of Honour or Grand Crossshall neverbe asked

or applied for, and if askedor applied for shall be
refused.

SEC. 7. Before the first day of each regular session
eachSovereignGrandInspectorGeneralmay, by sealed
letter addressedto the Grand Commander,nominate
one J nspectorGeneralHonorary from his Jurisdiction
for investiturewith the dignity of GrandCrossfor sig-
nal servicesandunusualmerit which he shall specify.
Theselettersshall show on the outsideof the envelope
the following words: “Nomination for GrandCross,”
without the nameof the nominee, and shall be laid,
with sealsunbroken, before the Grand Commander,
who shall refer them to acommittee,consistingof all
the Membersof the Council of Administration present
at the session,by whom they shall be opened.The rec-
ommendationsshall be read and the committee shall
proceedto selectby unanimousconsent,not morethan
threeof the l3rctli rcn tiomi rutted.

The designatesthus selectedmust be voted upon by
the Supreme Council, and unanimousvote shall be
necessaryin eachcasefor an election.

Grand Crossesshall be exempt from the payment
of dues.

SEC. 8. The Court of Honour may assemblewhen
called togetherby the GrandCommander,shallbe pre-
sidedoverby aLegateGrandCrossdesignatedby him,
may adoptRules of Order and By-laws for its govern-
ment, recommendto the SupremeCouncil measuresof
legislationandbe heard in the SupremeCouncil by its
GrandCrossesto explainthe same.

SEC. 9. Each Grand Cross shall receivea Diploma
and Jewel from the SupremeCouncil without charge.
Each Knight Commanderof the Court of Honour
hereafterelectedshall receivefrom the SupremeCoun-
cil without charge,apocketPatent.

ARTICLE XV
REGULATIONS GOVERNING SUBORDINATE BODIES

SEC. 1. SubordinateBodiesof the Rite in this Juris-
diction are organized and exist by virtue of Letters
Temporary, which are signed by the Officer issuing
them; or of PermanentCharters grantedby the Su-
premeCouncil and signed by the GrandCommander,
the GrandChancellorand the GrandSecretaryGener-
al, attestedby the GreatSealof the SupremeCouncil.

SEC. 2. A regular Lodge of Perfection is composed
of nine members,and a perfect Lodge of thirteen; a
regular Chapterof RoseCroix of sevenmembers,and
aperfectChapterof thirteen;a regular Council of Ka-
dosh of ninemembers,and aperfectCouncilof eight-
een;a regular Consistoryof Mastersof the Royal Se-
cret of nine members, and a perfect Consistory of
fourteen; and the number of members required to
maketheselioclies regularis indispensable.

SEC. 3. A Body maybe openedwith a less number
of its own members if there be presentthe regular
numberincluding visitors, or if a SovereignGrandIn-
spectorGeneralor a Deputy of the SupremeCouncil
be present,but without the regular numberof its own
memberspresentthe Body can do no work whatever
except to confer Degrees, for which purpose only,
whencandidateshavealreadybeenelected,it maycon-
veneandproceedwith not lessthan five members.

Jurisdiction. SEC. 4. The Territorial Jurisdiction of a Lodge of
Territorial Perfection,Chapterof Rose Croix, Councilof Kadosh,

Body of the samedegreein the sameJurisdiction, un-
less otherwise limited and defined by the Sovereign
Grand InspectorGeneral,or by the Deputy of the Su-
premeCouncil.

Place, SEC. 5. The SovereignGrand InspectorGeneralor
change Of Deputy of the SupremeCouncil may removethe place

of meeting of any Body to any other place within the
samecity, town or village or transferthe charter and
meetingplace of any Body to any other city, town or
village within his jurisdiction. (See also 1929 Trans.,

Charter, SEC. 6. Any Body may, by vote of its membershad
SurrenderOf at a statedmeeting or at a special meetingcalled for

that purpose,of which notice is given to all of its
members,surrenderits Charterand ceaseto exist, un-
less nine membersof such Body, if it be a Lodge of
Perfection,Council of Kadosh,or Consistory,or seven
membersif it be a Chapterof RoseCroix, vote in the
negative,in which eventthe Charterandotherproper-
ty of the Body will be retainedand it may continue
its work.

Charter, SEC. 7. Upon report and recommendationof the
Forfeit Of Committeeon the State of the Order and Unfinished

Business,the Charterof any Body which has failed to
make returns and pay taxes and dues for two years
may, by voteof the SupremeCouncil, bc declared for—
Icited Itlid void.

No subordiatebody under the Jurisdiction of this
SupremeCouncil shall withdraw or attempt to with-
drawits allegianceto the SupremeCouncilwithout the
consentof the SovereignGrandCommanderor of the
Supreme Council. The Charter, of any subordinate
body attempting to withdraw its allegiance,shall be
forfeited and the SovereignGrand InspectorGeneral
or Deputy of the SupremeCouncil instructed to pick
up said Charterand return the sameto the Supreme
Council.

SEC. 8. WhenaBody ceasesto exist from anycause,
all of its books and records and all of its personal
property, consisting of emblems,symbols, and other
equipmentand paraphernaliausedor employed in ex-
emplification of the Degreesof the Rite, and particu-
larly those relating to the Secret Work of the Order,
shall immediatelypassto andbecomethe property of
the SupremeCouncil andshall be forthwith forwarded
to the SupremeCouncil by the officers of said Body,
or by any personhavingthe samein possessionor cus-
tody. All otherproperty, real and/or personal,of such
Body shall be subjectedfirst to the paymentof all law-
ful liens existing againstthe samein the order of their
legal priority; and secondly, the remainder of such
property, if any, shall be subjectedto the payment,pro
rata, of all other lawful unsecureddebtsof said Body.
All the residue of such property remaining after the
paymentof liens and debts as herein provided, shall
immediatelypassto and becomethe property of the
SupremeCouncil.

To effect the purposesof this section, the Grand
Commander,or other proper officer of the Supreme
Council, is herebygiven power, to be exercisedin his
discretion,to appoint oneor more personswho shall,
uponsuchappointment,takepossessionandcontrol of
such property, and liquidate andadminister the same
in accordancewith the laws of the State in which such
property is situateand in accordancewith the provi-
sions of this Statute, not in conflict with such State
laws-

When a Body ceasesto exist from any cause, the
GrandSecretaryGeneralshall issuedemitsto themem-
bersthereofwho arein good standing.

Meetings, SEC. 9. Stated meetingsof a Lodge of Perfection
Stated must be held at least monthly, and of a Chapter of

Rose Croix and a Council of Kadoshat least oncein
two months, except during the months of July, Au-
gust, and September.A Consistorymust hold regular
meetingsat leastonceeverythreemonths.

SEC. 10. Lodges of Perfectioncelebrateas a Feast
Day the fifteenth dayof the HebrewmonthTishri. The
obligatory meetingsof the Chapterof RoseCroix are
held on Maundy-Thursdayand on Easter Sunday.
Councils of Kadosh celebrateas Feast Day the thir-
teenth day of January.The annual FeastDay of the
Consistoryis the thirty-first dayof May.

The Ceremonyof Extinguishingand Relighting the
Lights and the Mystic Banquet of a Chapterof Rose
Croix shall be attendedand witnessedonly by those
ScottishRite Masonswho havereceivedthe Eighteenth
Degree.

SEC. 11. Each Body must have separateBy-laws
which must be sent for approval to the Sovereign
Grand InspectorGeneral,or to the Deputy of the Su-
premeCouncil, for the Jurisdiction within thirty days
after their adoption,or theywill ceaseto be in forceat
the end of that period. While awaiting approvalthey
will be provisionally in force, and if no action is taken
upon them within sixty days they becomelaws. After
they becomelaws the presiding officer of the Body
mustfile acopy thereofwith the GrandSecretaryGen-
eral. Thereafteramendmentsto the By-laws must be
madeand filed in the samemanner.

SEC. 12. Bodiesmayby their By-laws providefor the
election of thell- officerseither annually, biennially, or

triennially. Electionsin Lodges of Perfectionshall be
heldat the regular meetingnearestto the third day of
the HebrewmonthAdar; in Chaptersof RoseCroix at
the regularmeeting nearestto the Thursdayafter Eas-
ter; in Councilsof Kadoshat the regular meetingnear-
est the twenty-fourth day of June; in Consistoriesat
the regular meeting nearestto the twenty-seventhday
of December, provided, however, that a Sovereign
Grand Inspector Generalor Deputy of the Supreme
Council may permit joint electionsat other times;and
if, from anycause,aBody fails to electofficers on the
dayprescribed,the SovereignGrandInspectorGeneral
or the Deputy of the SupremeCouncil shall order an
election to be held on anotherday fixed by himself,
duenotice thereofbeinggiven to members.

SEC. 13. Officers may be installedat the samemeet-
ing at which they are electedor appointed,or at any
time within thirty days thereafter.After such time the
installationcan be had only by dispensationfrom the
SovereignGrand InspectorGeneralor the Deputy of
the SupremeCouncil. The installation ceremonymay,
in addition, be performedeither at a joint meetingor
a joint and open meeting of Scottish Rite members,
their families or friends,with approvalof theSovereign
Grand Inspector Generalor Deputy of the Supreme
Council. Until the new officers are duly installed the
old officers hold over. Elective officers must be in-
stalled in person.Appointive officers may be installed
by proxy.

SEC. 14. Any officer of aBody mayresign.

The resignationof any officer of a Body may be de-
manded and his place made vacant by proposition
moved at one regular meetingandconsideredand sus-
tamedby the affirmative vote of three-fourthsof the
memberspresentat the nextregular meeting.

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SEC. 15. A member of a SubordinateBody of the
Rite maintaininghis permanentresidencein an Orient
other thanthat in which such Body is locatedmay not
be electedto an office in such Body; andwhenan offi-
cer of such Body, after his election, moves from the
territorial jurisdiction of that Body, his office immedi-
ately becomesvacant;provided,however, that the In-
spectorGeneralor Deputy of the SupremeCouncil in
the Orient wherein the Body is located,if he deemsit
bestfor the interestsof the Body and of the Rite, may
authorizethe Body to elect to office memberswho re-
tam their membershipin the Body but who residewith-
out the local jurisdiction or beyond the limits of the
Orient, andsuch InspectorGeneralor Deputy mayrat-
ify andconfirm such electionif hadoriginally without
authority previously given, and may, by appropriate
order, authorizethecontinuancein office of anymem-
ber of such Body who haspreviouslybeenelected to
an office therein and who, during the term of his of-
fice, removesfrom the Orient in which suchBody is lo-
cated or from the territorial jurisdiction of such Body.
Any office in a SubordinateBody shall becomevacant
by thedeathof the incumbent,his resignation,his sus-
pension or expulsion, or upon his becoming a non-
affiliate in anyBody of the Rite.

SEC. 16. Whena vacancyoccursin the presidingof-
fice of aBody the secondofficer will succeedthe first,
and the third the second,andthe third office shall be
filled by electionat a regular meeting, of which due
notice shall be given to the members.If both of these
officersdesireto retain their old positions, the election
may be held for the office of presidingofficer; and if
the secondofficer will accept the head of the Body,
andthe third officer desiresto keep his old place, the
electionshall be only for the secondplace. When va-
canciesoccurin otheroffices theyshall be filled by ap-
pointment made by the presiding officer. (See also
1929 TrI:tns., Pt1l~ 249~250)

SEC. 17. The Grand SecretaryGeneralshall provide
Annual Reports in triplicate on or before the first day
of April. One copy will be for the subordinateValley
Secretary,one for the SovereignGrandInspectorGen-
eral or Deputy of The SupremeCouncil in his Orient,
and the third for permanentrecord in the office of the
GrandSecretaryGeneral.A report, giving inventoryof
Rituals, SecretWorks andRubricsas of December31,
shall be submittedby the subordinateValley Secretary
annually to the Grand SecretaryGeneral’soffice on
formsprovidedby his office.

SEC. 18. Each Body is required to retain control
over its own financial affairs and to administer them
by the vote of its memberswithout the interpositionof
a Board of Control or any similar Board; provided,
that whereBodiesarelocatedin oneplaceandconsent
thereto the funds may be managedand controlled by
the Lodge of Perfection.

SEC. 19. When a Body is openedin its highest De-
gree all its Degreesare openedand it may passfrom
work in one Degreeto work in anotherwithout other
form thanthe declarationthat it doesso.

SEC. 20. No Body or any member thereof is per-
mitted to appear in public in uniform, exceptat the
funeral of a memberof the Rite, or by dispensationis-
sued by the SovereignGrand InspectorGeneralor the
Deputyof the SupremeCouncil.

SEC. 21. No Body shall rent, loan, or allow the use
of its regalia or other paraphernaliaused in the work
of its Degreesor ceremoniesfor anyother thanMason-
ic purposes.
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SEC. 22. No Body or Bodiesof the Rite shall be per- Corporation
mitted to becomea body corporate.By permissionof
the SupremeCouncil, or of the GrandCommanderin
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vacation, anyBody or Bodiesof the Rite mayby reso-
lution, authorizedesignatedtrusteesto organizea cor-
poration, or an association,or establisha trust under
the civil laws of the Jurisdictionin which they aresitu-
ate, to acquire by gift, devise,or purchase,and hold
title to real or personalproperty for the use of such
Body or Bodies. Such corporation or associationor
trust shall remaina part of andunder th~ direct con-
trol of the SupremeCouncil.

The regulationsfor the useof the property, such as
the constructionof buildings, incurring of indebtedness
andsecuringpaymentof the same,and all mattersre-
lating to the control andmanagementof the property,
belongto the membershipof the Body or Bodies inter-
ested, subject always to the generalpowersof super-
vision of the SovereignGrandInspectorGeneralor the
Deputy of the SupremeCouncil of the Jurisdiction in
which the Body is situated,andhis written approval is
requiredprior to sales,contributions,or mortgagesof
anyreal estateor substantialassets,andin caseof con-
structionof buildings, written approvalof the Inspec-
tor Generalor Deputy is required for the site, plans,
contracts,acceptanceof bids and financing.

Uscoithe It is not objectionableto use the word “club~~ in
Word “Club” designatingan organized group of Scottish Rite Ma-

sons,anythingto thecontraryin the Proceedingshere-
tofore notwithstanding.

By permissionof the SupremeCouncil, or of the
GrandCommanderin vacation, anyBody or Bodiesof
the Rite may by resolution authorizedesignatedtrus-
tees to organizeacorporation,or association,or estab-
lish a trust under the civil laws of the Jurisdiction in
which they are situate, to acquire by gift or devise,
moneys or properties for charitable and educational
purposesonly, no part of the corpusor incomeof such
corporationto inure to the benefit of anyindividual or
body, but to be usedsolely andexclusively for charita-
ble andeducationalpurposes.

All corporations,associationsor trustsshall provide
in their charter,artieJesof associationor trust agree-
ment, that the governing board or trusteesmust be
electedor appointedby a body or bodiesof the Rite.

All corporations,associationsor trustsshall provide
in their charter, articlesof associationor trust agree-
ment, the following:

“The lodgesand officersnamedherein must be act-
ing by the authority of and under the jurisdiction of
the SupremeCouncil, 330, AncientandAcceptedScot-
tish Rite of Freemasonry,SouthernJurisdiction,United
Statesof America.”

All charitableand educationalcorporations,associ-
ationsor trustsshall providein their charter,articlesof
associationor trustagreement,the following:

“On dissolution, liquidation or winding up of the
corporation (associationor trust) (whether voluntary
or involuntary), the net assetsshall be transferredto a
corporation (associationor trust) having the sameor
similar purposes whose trustees or governing body
shall operateby the authority of the SovereignGrand
InspectorGeneral(or Deputy of the SupremeCouncil)
of the state(or jurisdiction),andunderthejurisdiction
of the SupremeCouncil, 330, Ancient and Accepted
Scottish Rite of Freemasonry,SouthernJurisdiction,
United States of America, which corporation (associ-
ation or trust) shall be exemptfrom federalincometax
under Sec. 501 (c)(3) of the Internal RevenueCode of
1954 (or the correspondingprovision of any such fu-
ture law.)’’

SEC. 23. No Body or Classof Candidatesis permit-
ted to take the nameof anyliving person.

SEC. 24. The use of any spirituous, vinous, or malt
liquors by anyBody is herebyprohibited,andno Scot-
tish Rite Lodge, Club, or Body shall permit the main-
tenanceor operation of any slot machine, pin-ball
machine, bingo, keno, or other gambling devices or
gamesof chancein any Scottish Rite Temple,Scottish
Rite Cathedral,or in any building, or in any room in
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Appeals

anybuilding, occupiedby or under the control of such
Lodgeor Body.

SEC. 25. An appealmay be takenfrom the actionof
any Body by any member feeling himself aggrieved
therebyto the SovereignGrand InspectorGeneral, or
to the Deputy of the SupremeCouncil, for the Juris-
diction in which the Body is situate,at anytime within
thirty days from the date of such action. An appeal
may be takento the SupremeCouncil from any deci-
sion of the SovereignGrand InspectorGeneral,or of
the Deputy of the SupremeCouncil, by any Body or
any member feeling aggrieved thereby, within sixty
days from the dateof such decision.The appealin the
latter caseis taken by serving a notice on the officer
appealedfrom and filing a copy with affidavit of ser-
vice with the Grand Commander, who shall have
power in his discretion to suspendsuch decisionuntil
the appeal can be heard. All appealsto the Supreme
Councilshall be presentedfor hearingat the nextregu-
lar session.

ARTICLE XVI

FORMATION OF NEW BODIES

Authority. SEC. 1. Wheneverit is desiredto organizeaBody of
Petition the Rite a petition shall be made in writing, either to

the SovereignGrand InspectorGeneral,or to the Dep-
uty of the SupremeCouncil, for the Jurisdiction in
which the Body is to be located. If the Body is to be
organizedin unoccupiedterritory for which no Deputy
has been appointedthe petition shall be madeto the
GrandCommander,if the SupremeCouncil is in vaca-
tion. The SupremeCouncil reservesthe power to issue
whenin sessionLettersTemporaryupon petition made
to it direct for the establishmentof Bodies in unoccu-
pied territory.

SEC. 2. A Petition for a Lodge of Perfectionmust Signatures,
be signed by not less than nine Perfect Elus; for a Number Of
Chapterof RoseCroix by not less thanseven Knights
RoseCroix; for a Council of Kadoshby not less than
nine Knights of Kadosh; for a Consistoryby not less
thannineMastersof theRoyal Secret.

SEC. 3. Each signermust presentwith the petition a
certificateof good standing in the Body in which he
holdsmembership,or, if unaffiliated, ademit from the
Body in which he last held membership.

SEC. 4. When the petition has been completed, it
shall be presentedto the SovereignGrand Inspector
Generalin the Jurisdictionwherein the new Bodyis to
be located,who shall approveor disapproveit and re-
turn it, with all the papersattached,to the petitioning
Brethren.Upon receiptof the petition approvedby the
Sovereign Grand Inspector General, the petitioners
shall forward it, togetherwith all certificatesof good
standinganddemits, to the Grand SecretaryGeneral,
and a proper remittanceto cover fees and cost of
books, etc., as providedby the Statutesof the Supreme
Council.

SEC. 5. Upon receiptof the petitionandaccompany-
ing remittance,the GrandSecretaryGeneralshall pro-
vide the necessarysuppliesand report his action to the
SovereignGrandInspectorGeneralor to the Deputyof
the SupremeCouncil, in whoseJurisdictionthe Body is
to be established,and thereuponLetters Temporary,
signed by the SovereignGrand Commander,or the
SovereignGrand InspectorGeneral, as the case may
be, shall issue.

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SEC. 6. LettersTemporaryshall recite that the Body
so createdtemporarily shall, without being regularly
constituted, and without installation of its officers,
havepower to fix the feesandduesto be paid by can-
didatesand members,not inconsistentwith the provi-
sions of the Statutesof the SupremeCouncil. Such
Body shall have powerto elect candidatesfor thepur-
poseof conferringthe Degreesupon them, to elect by
affiliation memberswho havereceivedsuch Degreesin
other Bodies, and to do any and all things necessary
and proper for the conduct of the businessof such
Body under the direction of the SovereignGrand In-
spectorGeneralor the Deputyof the SupremeCouncil.

SEC. 7. Letters Temporaryshall be in force to the
regularsessionof theSupremeCouncil held nextthere-
after, when application, with the recommendationof
the Sovereign Grand Commander,or the Sovereign
Grand InspectorGeneral,as the casemay be, under
whosedirection the Body was formed, shallbe madeto
the SupremeCouncil for a Charter. Such application
shall be filed in the office of the GrandSecretaryGen-
eral at leastthirty daysprior to the dateof meetingof
the regular session,and shall be accompaniedby the
requiredfeesfor Charterand the following documents:

a. Alphabetical list of memberswho signedthe
petition for Letters Temporary,setting forth the
nameof eachin full, followed by Degreeattained.

b. Name in full, followed by Degree attained,
andnameof former Body of each Brother affil-
iatedwhile underLettersTemporary.

c. Name in full, followed by Degreeattained,of
each Brother who becamea loss under Letters
Temporary—death,demission,suspension,etc.—
giving datein eachcase.

d. Namein full, followed by Degreeattained,of
eachBrother investedwith Degreesunder Letters
Temporary.

e. Namesin full of Brethren designatedby the
Sovereign Grand Commander,or the Sovereign
Grand InspectorGeneral, as the casemay be, as
the first officers of the Body underCharter.

f. Alphabetical list of all members, names in
full, followed by Degreeattained, as of the date
applicationis madefor Charter.

Thereuponthe GrandSecretaryGeneralshall certify
whether all fees due the SupremeCouncil have been
paid and presentthe application with accompanying
papersto the SupremeCouncil for consideration.

SEC. 8. If a Charterbe not granted,the LettersTem-
porary may be continuedor the temporaryBody may
be dissolved, in which latter casethe GrandSecretary
Generalshall return the certificatesof good standingto
the issuingBodies, andshall issue demits to all Breth-
ren who were membersin good standingof such tem-
poraryBody at the dateof its dissolution.

SEC. 9. The membershipof the Brethren who sign
the Petition for LettersTemporaryunder a Certificate
of Good Standingis carriedon the rolesof the original
Bodies which collect dues and pay the required per
capita tax upon them until the new Body hashad time
to elect themor is chartered.

SEC. 10. A signer of a petition for Letters Tempo-
rary who files a demit may, up to the time of appli-
cation for Charter by the new Body, have his name
stricken from the roll of petitionersand his demit re-
turned to him. A signer of such petition who files a
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Letters
Temporary
Powers Under

certificateof good standingmay, up to the time of ap-
plication for Charterby the new Body, havehis name
stricken from the roll of petitioners,in which casethe
Secretaryof the new Body shall notify the GrandSec-
retaryGeneral,who shall then return the certificateof
good standingto the issuing Body and the Brother’s
standingin the issuingBody remainsuninterrupted.

SEC. 11. Bodies working under Letters Temporary
do not have power to enactBy.laws, but are governed
by the directionof the SovereignGrandInspectorGen-
eral or the Deputyof the SupremeCouncil.

Permanent SEC. 12. Whenthe SupremeCouncilgrantsaperma-
Organization nentCharterfor the organizationof aBody, theSov-

ereignGrand InspectorGeneralor the Deputy of the
SupremeCouncil for the Jurisdictionin which it is lo-
catedwill, upon the delivery of the Charter,proceedto
permanentlyorganizethe new Body by constitutingit

Membership, and installing the offficers namedin the Charter,and
Change In makereport thereof,with the dateof his action, to the

Grand SecretaryGeneral (see page 116) but only in
case they were not electedbefore charterwas issued,
who shall thencertify the factsto the Secretariesof the
Bodieswhosemembershaveparticipatedin theorgani-
zation under certificatesof good standing, and there-
upon such members,having becomemembersof the
charteredBody, shall be droppedfrom the rolls of the
original Bodies and their membershiptherein shall be
terminatedas if by demit.

ARTICLE XVII

REGULATIONS AFFECTING CANDIDATES
AND MEMBERS

SEC. 1. An applicantfor the Degreesin any Body of
the Rite must be and remain an affiliated Master Ma-
son in a regular Symbolic Lodge, and subject to the
provisionsof Section4 of this Article, must haveactu-
ally resided within the territorial Jurisdiction of the
Body to which he applies for a period of six months
nextprecedinghis application.

The petition for Scottish Rite Degreesneed not
contain a statementas to the petitioner’s religious be-
liefs unlessin the opinion of the InspectorGeneralor
Deputy of a particularOrient, he deemsit for the best
interest of the Rite that the petitioner set forth in his
petition the natureof his religious belief for churchaf-
filiation or preference. In which case the Inspector
Generalor Deputyshallprescribethe questionto be set
forth in the petition.

SEC. 2. When a personremovesfrom the territorial
Jurisdiction of a Body in which he haspreviously re-
sided, with the intention of terminating his residence
therein,suchBody losestheright to receivehis petitiQn
for the Degrees,or to confer the Degreesif previously
elected,unlessthere shall first be obtainedawaiver of
Jurisdictionfrom the SovereignGrandInspectorGen-
eral or the Deputy of the SupremeCouncil of theJur-
isdiction into which he has removed.(See also 1929
Trans.,page250)

SEC. 3. No person who is an actual resident within
the territorial Jurisdictionof a Body of the Rite within
the General Jurisdiction of this SupremeCouncil can
lawfully obtain any of the Degrees from any other
Body of the Rite of this Jurisdictionexceptonehaving
concurrent Jurisdiction, until consent and waiver of
Jurisdictionare obtainedfrom the SovereignGrandIn-
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spectorGeneralor the Deputy of the SupremeCouncil
in chargeof the territory of which the petitioner is a
resident,nor from anyofficer or Body underthe Juris-
diction of any other SupremeCouncil, unlesswritten
consentandwaiver of Jurisdictionshall havebeenob-
tainedfrom the GrandCommanderand the Sovereign
GrandInspectorGeneralor the Deputyof theSupreme
Council in chargeof territory in which the Brother re-
sides; nor will any personwho is an actual resident

Jurisdiction, within the territorial Jurisdictionof anyother Supreme
WaiverOf Council be permitted to obtain any of the Degrees

from any officer or Body of this Jurisdiction until the
written consentand waiver of Jurisdiction shall have
beenobtainedfrom the Grand Commanderor proper
official of such foreignSupremeCouncil.

Army and SEC. 4. Any commissioned,non-commissioned,or
Navy warrantofficer, or enlistedsoldier, sailor, or marineof

the RegularArmy, Navy, Marine Corps, Air Force or
CoastGuard, of the United Statesof America,or any
merchantmariner,or any officer of the Foreign Ser-
vice of the United StatesDepartmentof State,or any
employeeof any agencyof the UnitedStates,regularly
employedoutsideof the United States,or anycivilian,
officer, or employeeworking abroadfor American in-
dustrial or businessfirms, for extendedperiods away
from his legal residence,being an affiliated Master
Masonin good standing,may, by petition to a Subor-
dinateBody of the AncientandAcceptedScottishRite
of either the Northern or SouthernJurisdiction of the
United States,establishhis Scottish Rite Masonicresi-
dencewithin the Jurisdictionof either of said Supreme
Councils without referenceto his actual or legal place
of residence.Such Masonicresidenceshall be takenfor
all Scottish Rite purposesto be the residenceof such
officer or enlisted man, merchant mariner, Foreign
ServiceOfficer or employee,or suchcivilian, officer or
employeeworking abroad for American industrial or
businessfirms, for cxendcd periods away from his
legal residence,auci shall not be changcdexcept by the

consentin writing of theGrandCommanderof the Su-
premeCouncil for the Jurisdiction in which such Ma-
sonic residencehasbeenestablished.

Note The foregoing section is enacted to carry into effect the agreement
entered into on August 28, 1909, between the two Supreme Councils exer-
cising Jurisdiction over the United States (See 1909 Trans., App. 203, 1961
Trans , p 313 and 1975 Trans., p. 168

SEC. 5. No Body or officer has power to receivea
formermemberof any spuriousBody underany other
conditions than thoserequiredof a Master Mason,to-
gether with a voluntary renunciationin writing of all
connectionwith, andallegiance10 such spuriousBody.
But an apostatecan neverbe receivedor recognized.

SEC. 6. Every petitionor propositionfor the Degrees
or applicationfor affiliation must be madeat a stated
meeting at least one month before being voted upon
unlessotherwiseauthorizedby the SovereignGrandIn-
spectorGeneralor the Deputy of the SupremeCouncil.

SEC. 7. Any qualified personresidingwithin the ter-
ritorial Jurisdictionof a Body maybe proposedat any
statedmeetingthereofby propositionin writing, signed
by one member and secondedby another, also in
writing. Such proposition may be made without the
knowledgeof the personproposed.A Body may,by its
By-laws, require candidatesto apply for Degreesby pe-
tition in writing.

SEC. 8. When a Body has ordered aballot the pre-
siding officer has no right to stop or postponeit on a
private application to him. The memberof the Rite
who desirespostponementmust move to postponethe
ballot and give reasonstherefor, and the Body will
thenvote to determinewhetherto postponeor not.

SEC. 9. When upon a ballot being taken one black
ball appearsfurther actionshall be postponeduntil the
next regular meetingof the Body. In the meantimethe
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objector may make known to the presidingofficer in
secrethis objection to the candidate,which objection
the presiding officer may, in his discretion, make
known to the Body, if the identity of the objecting
Brother be not revealedthereby.The presidingofficer
may also make known to the Body his opinion as to
whetheror not the reasonswhich havebeencommuni-
catedto him are sufficient to justify rejection. At the
next regular meeting, whether the reasonshave been
communicatedto the presidingofficer or not, a second
ballot shall be taken, and if therethen be oneor more
negativevotes the candidatewill be declaredrejected.

SEC. 10. When there are two or more black balls
cast on the questionof initiation or affiliation the can-
didatewill be declaredrejected.

SEC. 11. When a candidate for initiation has been
rejectedhe cannot againapply to the sameBody, or
any other Body or be again proposed in the same
Body, until after the expirationof six calendarmonths.

SEC. 12. When an applicant for affiliation has been
rejectedhis admissionmaybe againproposedafter the
lapseof two monthsandmustthenlie over onemonth
beforeballot.

SEC. 13. A candidaterejected upon petition must,
when again applying to the sameor to anotherBody,
makeknown to it the fact of his formerrejection.

SEC. 14. After a candidate has been elected in a
Body and before he has receivedany of the Degrees
conferredin that Body, a written objection signed by
two or moreBrethren,statingreasonstherefor,maybe
interposed.The objectionsmust be consideredby the
Bodyand voted upon,and if sustainedby one-thirdof
the memberspresentthe Degreescannot be conferred
and the candidatewill stand rejected.But after a can-
didate has received any l)cgrec in a Body objections

areunavailingas to his advancementin thatBody.

SEC. 15. A candidateelected to receive the Degrees
of aBody must presenthimself at the proper time and
place to receivethe samewithin six months from the
date of his election. If he fails to do so, or to show
good andsufficient causefor his delay,he shall there-
by forfeit the election and must again petition or be
proposedandbe ballotedfor as in the first instance.

SEC. 16. Every candidatewho receives any of the
Degrees in any Body of the Rite becomestherebya
memberof the Body which elected him and his name
shall be enteredupon its roll.

SEC. 17. If a candidatehasreceivedany of the De-
greesin the Jurisdictionof anyother SupremeCouncil
he must regularlyaffiliate in this Jurisdiction, in all of
the Degreespreviously received,before he can receive
anyadditionalDegrees.

SEC. 18. If a memberof the Rite of the Jurisdiction
of anyother SupremeCouncil affiliates with anyBody
of this Jurisdiction he must take all the pledgesand
vows of the Fourteenth, Eighteenth, Thirtieth, and
Thirty-secondDegreesof the Body with which he affil-
iates. He may purchasethe Diplomasor Patentsof the
Degreeswhich he has received,or having such docu-
mentsfrom anotherregular Jurisdictionmay, in lieu of
purchasingothers,havethesameofficially endorsedby
the presiding officer and Secretary, or Registrar, of
eachBody of the Rite in the Jurisdictionwith which he
becomesaffiliated, report of which endorsementmust
be madeimmediatelyto the Grand SecretaryGeneral
under theSealof the Body.

SEC. 19. Every member of the Rite residing within
the Jurisdictionof Bodiesowing allegianceto this Su-
premeCouncil, to be entitled to the rights and privi-
legesof such membership,must be and remain an af-
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filialed Master Mason in good standing in a regular
Symbolic Lodge, and a member in good standingof
each Body of the Rite, the Degreesof which he pos-
sesses,except as provided in the secondparagraphof
this section and in Section23 of this Article. A mem-
ber of the Rite is not required to be or remain affili-
atedwith the Body in which he receivedthe Degreesor
in whose territorial Jurisdiction he is domiciled. A
member of a Body under the allegianceof this Su-
preme Council does not lose that status by removal
from the territorial Jurisdictionof ihat Body, or to a
foreign Jurisdiction. A memberof the Rite who has
received the Degreesin a Body working under a for-
eign SupremeCouncil, and is still a residentof the ter-
ritory occupied by such foreign SupremeCouncil, is
eligible to petition for affiliation with a Bodyof our al-
legiance, if not prohibited by the SupremeCouncil to
which he owesallegiance.

Any memberof the Rite who becomesa nonaffiliate
of a regular Symbolic Lodge andwho doesnot within
two yearsreaffiliate wiih the sameor someotherregu-
lar Symbolic Lodge shall ceaseto be a memberof any
of the Bodiesof the Rite. He is not restoredto mem-
bcrship in the Scottish Rite by his subsequentelection
to membership in and affiliation with a Symbolic
Lodgc after the lapse of two years.He can then be re-
storedto membershipin the ScoitishRite only by peti-
tion andelection by a majority vote of memberspres-
entat a statedmeetingof eachBodyof the Rite.

S’3c. 20. A memberof the Rite making application
ror affiliation must present,in addition to his applica-
tion, a demit from the Body of which he was last a
member,or a certificateas provided in Section24 of
this Article, or a propercerlificate from a Sovereign
Oranci InspectorGeneralor a Dcputy of this Supreme
Coui~cII.

SEC. 21. A Body may elect an affiliated MasterMa-
son to receivethe Degrees conferred in it, but when
ordering the ballot it must be statedthat such election
is to take effect only when the candidateshall havere-
ceivedall the precedingDegrees.

SEc. 22. A Body mayelect a memberof the Rite for
affiliation in it, but when ordering the ballot it must be
statedthat such elecrion is to rakeeffect only when the
applicant shall have affiliated with all the Bodies of
this Rite of lower Degreein this Valley.

SEc. 23. An unaffiliated member of the Rite may
apply for affilianon wiih any Body of the Rite of his
selectionwhereverlocated.

Any unaffiliated member of the Rire who resides
within a particularJurisdictionin which Bodies of the
Rite exist, and who does not within twelve months
from date of demit seek affiliation with the Body or
Bodies therein which conferredthe Degreeshe has re-
ceived, shall be prohibited from visiting Bodies, from
receiving relief therefromand from Masonicburial at
their hands. And if he resideswithin a Jurisdiction in
which Bodies do not exist he must within twelve
monrhs from date of demit affiliate with the several
Bodies, the Degreesof which he has received, in some
orher particular Jurisdiction, or he shall be subject ro
the sameprohibitions.

SEC. 24. A memberof a Body in this Jurisdiction,
who is in good standingandwhoseduesarepaid, who
desiresto affiliate with anotherBody in thisJurisdiction
of the sameDegree,mayapply for and receivefrom the
Secretaryof the Body of which he is a memberaduly
attestedcertificateof his standingin the Body. By pre-
sentingsuch certificatewith his petition he may apply
for affiliation with anotherBody. If he is elected he
therebybecomesamemberof the Body with which he
filed his petition for affiliation, and the Secretaryof
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said Body shall certify the fact of such electionto the
Body issuing the certificateof good standingand the
petitionershall thereuponbe dropped from the roll of
membershipof such issuing Body andhis membership
therein shall be terminatedas if by demit. The certifi-
catehereinprovidedfor shall beardateof issueandthe
Seal of the Body for which issued,and shall be good
for the purposeherein specified until the end of the
calendaryear in which such certificate is issued, and
such newly affiliated Brother shall not be required to
pay any dues to the Body, or Bodies, with which he
affiliates for the remainderof the calendaryearduring
which suchaffiliation occurs.

8uspnslon SEC. 25. Suspensionof a memberby his Blue Lodge
or I2~uIsIon for nonpaymentof dues carries with it suspensionin

every Body of this Rite. The restorationby the Blue
Lodge to good standing, if had within two years,re-
storesthe memberto his rights in all of the Bodiesof
this Rite.

1. Dual membershipis defined as membershipin a
Body of an Orient otherthanthat of amember’s
primary membership.Dual membershipshall be
limited to membershipin no morethan two Ori-
ents, either within or without the member’s pri-
maryJurisdiction.

4. Dual membership,with retention of any Supreme
Council honorswhich may havebeeninvestedor
conferred by our SupremeCouncil, is permitted
on a reciprocalbasiswith other Jurisdictionswe
recognizeand in accordancewith the provisions
of thoseother Jurisdictionsfor suchmembership,
and shall ceaseif the memberis suspendedor ex-
pelledin either Jurisdiction.

5. Rules of procedurefor dual membershipshall be
in accordancewith the terms and provisions, as
may be agreedupon, from time to time, by and
betweenthe SovereignGrandCommandersof the
Jurisdictionsinvolved.

SEC. 33. A memberof a Body, if he be clear on the
books and under no charges,may withdraw from it
and shall be entitled to a demit, upon applicationat a
statedmeeting.

SEC. 34. A Body may, by aunanimousvoteat a reg-
ular meeting and with the consentof the Sovereign
Grand InspectorGeneralor theDeputyof the Supreme
Council, exempt from the payment of dues to said
Body any rncmberwhosecircumstancesjustify suchex-
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emption,but in suchcasetheBody is not relievedfrom
paying to the SupremeCouncil the per capita tax for
themembersoexempted.

PerfectElu shall be prosecutedin the Body of the Rite
governingthat Degree.

SEC. 2. The penalJurisdictionof a Lodge of Perfec-
tion includesall its own members,whereverresiding,
except Sovereign Grand InspectorsGeneral, and all
Masonsof the Ancient and AcceptedScottishRite of
any Lodge, whetherthen standingsuspendedfor non-
paymentof duesor otherwise,residingnearerits place
of meeting than to that of any other Lodge of Perfec-
tion, or who shall be chargedwith the commission
within its Jurisdiction of an offensecognizableby such
Lodge. In placeswherethereare morethanoneLodge
of Perfection,Jurisdictionas aforesaidshall beconcur-
rent in such Lodges except as to each Lodge’s own
members.

When a Brother has been suspendedfor causethe
Lodge of Perfectionwithin whose Jurisdiction he re-
sides or commits an offensecognizableby said Lodge
hasexclusivejurisdictionoverhim.

A changeof residenceafter chargeshavebeen filed
does not divest the Lodge of Jurisdiction to try the
charges.Whenchargeshavebeenfiled andacceptedby
a Lodge there shall be no changeof venue for any
cause.

SEC. 3. Chargesmay be preferredby any Brother in
good standing;and it shall be the duty of the Vener-
able Master to direct theJuniorWarden,or otheroffi-
cer if he fails or refusesto act, to file chargesformally
and ex officio, againsta Brother, if he (the Venerable
Master) shall be personallycognizant,or shall be reli-
ably informed, of suchacts or conducton thepart of a
Brother as prima facie constitute a Masonic offense.
