ORIGIN OF THE ORDER.

¢ It isimpossible,” says Dr. Mackey, * for the want of avthentia
documents, to thirow any light upon the historieal origin of thas
Orvder ot Masoniy. No allusions 101t ean he found 1t any Raitual
work out of America, nor cven here, anterior to about the end
of the last or beginning of the present century.”

Webb, 1n the second edition ot his Monilor, pubhished in 1802,
rmukes the first mention of it that has yet been tound; and bu
little doubt peed be entertamned that Webb and his associates,
Snow, Fowle, and Gleason, weie the real autho1sof it. Where
they got the germ or original 1dea fiom 1s as equally unknown,
hut douhtless this was wholly omginal with them, as nothing
they were known to be in possession of atthe tine will beaa zmg
romnpaison, 1in the most1emote particnlar, to tlie Order of Hnug
Priesthood as they have handed 1t down to us.

Fhe compiler of tius had the privilege, a few years since, of ex-
amming an old manuserpl, sa1d 1o he in the lumd-wuhng of
John Stiow; 1 1he earlier days of his manhood, in which was
confnined a very saceinct diait ot the Order as we now have 1t,
nnd which, doubtless, 1s a3 near the orginal draft as will ever be
ohlamed,

Be this as it may, “the Oider of TTigh Priesthood, though so
modern 1n 1ts origin, hag, nevei theless, grown steadily upon the
wflections of those who ﬁm\e 1ecerved 1t, and evelry year has
witnessed an 1mcireased avidity for 1ts honors by those who are
onliiled to its privileges.”

Tt has 1n 1its structure all the elements of sublimity and im-
pressiveness  Its eovenents aiesolemn and forgible; 163 means
of recognition are alike ingenious, simple, full of diguity, and
hoth seriptural and Masonically appropuiate,” and when con-
foried as 1ts just menits demand, has never failed to exeite the
ndmuation of the recipient, or to increase lis zeal in the great
eanse of human benefaction.

The Order of High Priesthood 1s a gift, so to speak, bes‘owed
upon a High Priest of a Chapter ot Royal Areh Masons by those
who may be in possession of 1f, consequently 1o one can be
legally entitled to 1eceive 1t untal he has heen regularly elected
to preside as Hagh Priest in a duly constituted Chapter of Royal
Arch Masons, ° .

The Order should never be conferred when a less number than
three duly gualified niembers of the Qider are present. But

miraculously preserved from the touch of their pol-
luting hands. So sacred has it been guarded that the
apostate has never yet been found within its sacred
portals.

Then, let it be your constant aim, by a zealous and
diligent study of the Ritual and sublime principles in-
culcated in the solemn ceremontes through which you
have just passed, to make the Order precmmently use-
ful, and thus elevate it stifl higher in the scale of
moral virtue. Tor if there is any one thing that should
be kept from the contaminations of this corrupt and
wicked world, it is the pure mantle that designates the
holy office of a consecrated priesthood.

Then, my companion, as you value your honor as a
man and a Mason; as you prize the purity and perma-
nency of the Order; as you fear to displease God Al-
mighty, whose name you have so solemuly invoked,

THE members of the Chapter to be constituted will meet at
thewr Hall and open on the Royal Arch Degree.

The Girand Chapter wiil meet in an adjoinmg room, when the
Captain of the Hostof the new Chapter will nolify them that its
membels are ready for theil reception, and await their pleasure
to be regularly constituled and dedicated, according to ancient
usages atid customs ot the Fraternity.

The Grand Captain of the Host will then proceed to form the
Grand Chapter in the following order:

Grand Guard,
Members of the Grand Chapter, triangularly,
Grand Secretary and Girand Treasuier,
Grand Royal Arch Captain,
Grand Chaplain and Grand O1ator,
Deputy Grand High Priest,
Grand Scribe and Grand King,
Grand High Piiest,
and conduct them to the Hall of the new Chapter, where they
will be reccived by 1ts members wilh Lthe appropriate honors.
The oflicers of the new Chapter will now resign their stations

to the Grand otlicers.
If the ceremontes are to be performed 1n public, after the

proper precautions are taken, the doors may he opened and all
those below the Royal Arch degree admitted.

The Grand Captain of the Host will then form a procession
and conduect 1t 1o the place designated tor the performance of the
cetemonies. On arriving atthe Pmce, the procession will halt
and open lines, tace inward, and nncover, pass through 1n re-
velse oldel and beseated. The tollowing order 1s then observed:

The Grand High Priest then directs the Sceretary to call over
the hst of officeis to be installed, and the Caplain of the IFosts
arranges them 1n order before him.

The Captain of the Hosts then says:

Most Excellent Grand High Priest-—1 here present
before you these Excellent Companions, who, having
been duly elected to preside over and conduect the busi-
ness of this Chapter for the ensuing year, now declare
themselves ready for installation.

The Grand High Priest then arises, calls up the Chapter, and
nddresses the officers elect as tollows:

Eucellent Companions :—Before proceeding to invest
you with the honors and respousibilities of the office
to which you have respectively becn elected, it becomes
my duty to administer to you the obligation of your
office.

CHARGE TO THE HIGH PRIEST.

Most Ewcellent :—1 feel much satisfaction in per-
forming my duty ou the present occasion, by install-
ing you into the office of High Piiest of this Chapter.
li is an office highly honorable to al! those who dili-
pontly perform the important dutics annexed to it.
Your reputed Masonic knowledge, however, preclude
(he necessity of a- particular euumeration of those
duties. I shall, therefore, only observe, that by a
[requent recurrence to the constitution and genetal
rogulations, and coustant practice of the several sub-

Do you submit to all these things, and do you
prowise to observe and practice them faithfully?

These questions being answered in the aflir; mmnve the Grand
High Pricst conptinues the addiess as tollows:

Most Excellent*—In consequence of your cheerful
acquiescence with the charges which you have heard
reeiled, you are qualified for installation as the High
Priest of this Royal Areh Chapter; and it is incum-
beut upon me, on this occasion, to point out some of

“the particulars appertaining to your office, duty, and

dignity.

The High Piiest of every Chapter has it in special
charge Lo see that the by-laws of his Chapter, as well
as the Grand Royal Arch constitntion, and the regula-
tions of the Grand Chapter are dnly observed ; that
the officers of his Chapter perform the duties of their
respective offices faithfully, and arc examples of dili-
gence and industry to their Companions, that true and
accurate records of the proceedings of the Chapter are
kept by the Secretary; that the Treasurer keep and
render exact and just accounts of all the moneys and
other pioperty belonging to the Chapter; that the
regular returns be made annually to the Grand Chap-
ter, and that the annual dues to the Grand Chapter be
regularly and punctually paid. He has the right and
authority of calling his Chapter together at pleasure
upou any emergency or occurience, which in his jndg-
ment may require It #&% his privilege and duty to
attend the communications of the Grand Chapter,
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either in person or by proxy; and the well-being of
the institution 1equires that this duty, on no occasion,
be omitted. '

The office of High Priest is a station highly honor:
able to those who diligently perform the important
duties annexed to it.

Let the Mitre with which you are mvested remind -

you of the dignity of the office you sustain, and its
inscription impress upon your mind a sense of your
dependence upon Grod; that perfection is not given
unto man upou earth, and that perfect holiness belong-
eth alone to God.

The Breast-plate with which you are-decorated, in
imitation of that upon which were engraved the namas
of the twelve tribes, and worn by the High Priests of
Israel, is to teach you that you are always to bear in
mind your responsibility to the laws and ordinances
of the institulion, and that the honor and interests of
your Chapter and its members should be always near
your heart.

The various colors of the Robes you wear are em-
blematical of every grace and virtue which can adorn
and beauntify the huntan mind; each of which will be
briefly illustrated in the course of the charges to be
delivered to your subordinate officers, and to which I
now iavite your careful attention.

The Captain of the Host now proceedstoinvest the remarning
officers elect with their appropriate Robes, ete., and presents
them severallty to the Grand High Priest, say1 ng:

Most Excellent Grand High Priest-—I present you
our Excellent Companion, , who has been
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himself ready to enter upon the duties of his office.

The Grand High Priest then delivers to each the appropriate
chaige of his office, as follows:

CHARGE TO THE GRAND KING.

Excellent Companion:—Have you attended to the
ancient charges and regulations, as recited to the
High Priest, and do you give your assent to them as
freely as he has done?

Answer.—1 do.

Y

Excellemt Companion :—The important station to
which you are elected in this Chapter, requires from
you ‘exemplary conduct; its duties demand your most
assiduous attention; you are to second and support
your chief in all the requirements of his office; and
should casualties at any time prevent his attendance,
you are to succeed him in the performance of his
duties.

Your badge (the Level, surmounted by a Crown,)
should remind you that although you are the repre-
gentative of a King, and exalted by office above your
Companions, yet that you remain upon a level with
them as respects your duty to God, to your neighbor,
and to yourself; that you are equally bound with them
to be obedient to the laws and ordinances of the insti-
tution, to be charitable, humane and just, ‘and to seek
every occasion of doing good.

Your office teaches a striking lesson of humility.
The institutions of political society teach us to con-
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sider the king as chief of created beings, and that the
first duty of his subjects is to obey his mandates; but
the institution of our sublime degrees, by placing the
King in a situation subordinate to the High Priest,
tearhes us that our duty to God is paramount to all
othet duties, and should ever elaim the priority of our
obedwnce to man , and that however strongly we may
be bound to obey the laws of civil society, yet that
those laws, to be just, should never intermeddle with
matters of conscience, nor dictate articles of faith.

The Scarlet Robe, an emblem of imperial dignity, ,
should remind you of the paternal coneern you should
ever feel for the welfare of your Chapter, and the feg-
vency and zea! with which you should endeavor to
promole its prosyerity.

In presenting to you the Crown, which isan emblem
of royalty, I would remind you, that toreign sovereign

in the hearts and affections of wen, must be far more

grateful to a generous and benevolant mind, than to
rule over their lives and fortunes, aud that to enable
you to enjoy this preeminence with honor and satis- -
faetion, you must subject your own passious and prejx-
dices to the dominion of 1eason and charity.

You are entitled to the second seat in the council
of your Companions. Let the bright example of your
illustrious predecessor in the Grand Council at Jeru-
salem stimulate you to the faithful discharge of your
duties; and‘when the King of kings shall summon you
into his immediate presence, from his hand may you
receive a crown of glory which shall never fade away.

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CHARGE TO THE SCRIBE.

Excellent Companion.—The office of Scribe, t»
which you are elected, is very impoifant and respuct
able. Inthe absence of your superior officers, you ave
bound to succeed them and to perform their duties.
The purposes of the institution ought never to suffer
for want of intelligence in its proper officers; you will,
therefore, perceive the necessity of your possessing
such qualifications as will enable you to accomplish

those duties which are incumbent upon you, in your

appropriate station, as well as those which may occa-
sionally devolve upon you by the absence of youx
superiors. .

The Purple Robe, with which you are invested, is
an emblem of union, and is calculated to remind you
that the harmony and unanimity of the Chapter should
be your constant aim; and to this end you are stu-
diously to avoid all occasions of giviug offense, or
countenancing any thing that may create divisions or
dissensions. You are, by all means in your power, to
endeavor to establish a permanent unton and good un-
derstanding among all orders and degrees of Magsonry;
and, as the glorious sun at its meridian height, dispels
the mists and clouds which obseare the horizon, so
may your exertions tend to dissipate the gloom of
jealousy and discord, whenever they may appear.

Your badge (a Plum-rule surmounted by the turban)
is an emblem of 1ectitude and vigilance; and while you
stand as a watchman upon the tower, to guard your
Companions against the approach of those enemies of
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human felicity, intemperance and excess, let this fajthful
mouitor ever remind you to walk uprightly in your

station, administering and animating your Companions .

to fidelity and iudustry while at labor, and to tem-
perance and moderation while at refreshment. And
wlen the Great Watchman of Israel, whose eye never
slumbers nor sleeps, shall relieve you fiom your post
on earth, may he permit you in heaveu to participate
iu that food aud refreshment which is

“Such as the saints in glory love,
And such as angels cat”

CIIARGE TO THE CAPTAIN OF THE HOSTS.

Companion:—The office with which you are in-
trusted is of high importance, aud demands your most
zealous consideration. The preservation of the most
essental traits of our ancient customs, usages and land-
marks are withis your provinece, and it is indispensa-
bly pecessary that the part assigned to youm in the
immediate practice of our rites and ceremonies should
be perfcctly understood and correctly administered.
© Your office corresponds with that of Marshal, or
Master of Ceremonjes, You are to superintend all
processions of your Chapter, when moving as.a dis-
tinet body, either in public or private, and as the
world can only judge of our private diseipline by our
public deportment, you will be careful that the utmost
order and decorum be observed on all such oceasions.
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You will ever be attentive to the commands of your
chief, and always near at hand to see them duly exe-
euted. I now invest you with this sword, the proper
implement of your office, and hope that you will give
to your duties all that study and attention which their
importance demands.

He now retires to the line of officers.

CHARGE TO THE PRINCIPAL SOJOURNER.

Companion:~—The office confided to you, though
subordinate 1u degree, is equal in importance to any
in the Chapter, that of your chief alone excepted.
Your office corresponds with that of Senior Deacon in
the preparatory degrees. Among the duties required
of you, the preparatiou and iutroduction of candidates
are not the least. As in our intercourse with the
world, experience teaches that first impressions are
the most durable and the most difficult to eradicate,
go it is of great importance, in all cases, that those
impressions should be correct and just; hence it is
essential that the officer, who brings the blind by a
way they knew not, and leads them iu paths that they
have not known, should always be well qualified to
make darkuess light before them, and crooked things
straight

Your robe of office is an emblem of humility, and
teaches that in the prosceution of a laudable under-
taking, we should never decline taking any part that
may be assigned us, although it may be the most dif-

ficult or daugerous. The rose-colored tesselated Border,

R
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“adorning your robe, is an emblem of ardor and perse-
verance, and siguifies that when we have engaged in a
virtuous course, notwithstanding all the impediments,
hardships and trials we may be destined to eucouuter,
we should endure them all with fortitude, and ardently
persevere unto the eud; resting assured of receiving,
at the termination of our labors, a noble and glorious
reward. Your past exertious will be cousidered as a
pledge of your future assiduity iu the faithful dis-
eharge of your duties.

He now retires to the line of officers.

CHARGE TO THE ROYAL ARCH CAPTAIN.

Companion :—The well-known duties of your station
require but little elucidation. Your office in the pre-
paratory degrees correspoud with that of Junior Dea-
con. It is your provinee, conjointly with the Captain
of the Hosts, to attend the examination of all visitors,
aud to take care that nove are permitted to enter the
Chapter but sueh as have traveled the rugged path of
trial, and evinced their iitle to our favor and friend-
ship. You will be attentive to obey the commands of
the Captain of the Hosts during the introduction of
strangers among the workmen; and should they be
permitted to pass your post, they may by him be in-
troduced into the presence of the Grand Council. .

The White Banner intrusted to your care is em-
blematical of that purity of heart aud rectitude of
conduct which ougltt to actuate all those who pass the
white vail of the sauctuary. I give it to you strictly
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/
«in eharge, never to suffer any one to pass your post
without the signet of truth.
I uow invest you with this sword, in expectation
that you will perform your duties with intelligence,
assiduity aud propriety.

He now retires to the line, and the three Masters of the Vails
are presented.

CHARGE TO THE MASTER OF THE THIRD VAIL.

Companion —I present you with the Scarlet Banner,
which is the ensign of your office, and with a sword to
protect and defend the same. The rich and beautiful
color of your bauner is emblematical of fervency and
zeal; it is the appropriate color of the Royal Arch
Degree; it admonishes us that we should be fervent
iu the exercise of our devotions to God; and zcalous
iu our endeavors to promote the happiness of man.

CHARGE TO THE MASTER OF THE SECOND VAIL,

Companion :—1 invest you with the Purple Banner,
which is the ensign of your office, and arm you with a
sword to enable you to maintain its honor.

The color of your banuer is produced by a due mix-
ture of Dluwe and scarlet, the former of which is the
eharacteristic color of the symbolic or first three de-
grees in Masonry, and the latter that of the Royat
Arch Degree. Tt is au emblem of union, and is the
characteristic color of the intermediate degrees, It
admonishes us to cultivate and improve that spirit of
union and harmouy hetween the brethrem of the
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symbolic degrees which should ever distinguish the
members ‘of a society fouuded upon the principles of
everlasting truth and universal philanthropy.

"CHARGE TO THE MASTER OF THE FIRST VAIL.

Companion :—I invest you with the Blue Banner,
which is the ensigu of your office, and a sword for its
defense and protectiou. The color of your banner is
one of the most durable and beautiful in nature. It
is the appropriate color adopted and worn by our au-
eient Lrethren of the three symbolic degrees, and is
the peculiar characteristic of an institution which has
stood the test of ages, and which is as much distin-
guished by the durability of its materials or principles
as by the beauty of its superstructure. It is an em-
blem of universal frieudship and benevolence, and in-
structs us that in the miod of a Mason those virtues
should be as expansive as the blue arch of heaven
itself.

CHARGE TO THE TIIREE MASTERS OF THE VAILS AS
OVERSEERS.

Companions:—Those who are placed as overseers
of any work, should be well qualified to judge of its
beauties ‘and deformities, its excellencies and defects.
They should be capable of estimating the former and-
amending the latter. This cousideration should 1n-
duce you to cultivate and improve all those qualifi-
cations with which you are endowed, as well as to
persevere in your endeavors to acquire those in which

L]
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you are deficient. Let the various colors and bonners
committed to your charge admonish you to the exer-
cise of the several virtues of which they are em-
blematic: and you are to enjoin the practice of those
virtues upon all who shall present themselves, or the
worl of their hands, for your inspection. Let no work
receive your approbation but such as is caleulated to
adorn and strengthen the Masouic edifice. Be indus-
trious and faithful iu practicing and disseminating a
knowledge of the true and perfect work, which alone
can stand the test of the Grrand Overscer’s square, in
the great day of trial and retribution. Then, although
every Rod should become a Serpent, and every Serpent
an enemy to this institution, yet shall their utmost
exertions to destroy its reputation, or sap its founda-
tion, become as impotent as the leprous lLand, or as
water spilled wupon the ground, which can not be
gathered up again,
