INTRODUCTION.

T s ot within the province of this work to consider the
origin-and esrly histéry of the Aneient and Accepted (or, as it
is often called, Scottish) Rite.* Saffice it to say, that the
Graded of thit ayster first-appeared in the ferm of a Rite, about
“the niifdie of the last dentury, in France.and Germany. It is
nde the sfost widely pravticed of alt the Masonic systems,

In 1762, the first Grand Constitutions. of the Rite (then
consisting ‘ of twenty:five grades), were promulgated; and
Frederick the Great, king of Prussia, graciously accepted the
patronage of the Order, and became 1ts chief, under the title
of Sovereign Grand Inspector-General. In 1786, these Consti-
Yutions were révised, and provision-was made, that the Su-
preme ‘power, which had heretofore been vested in Frederick
#lyne, should be transferred, in each country (exceptthe United
% where twb-Councils ave sllowed), to one Suf)reme Coune
@1, couistin® of nine rembers, holding office for life; and the
weries of twenty-five grades was enlarged to thirty-three.

country. In 1783, Isaac DPa Costa, one of Hayes’ successors,
instituted a Lodge of Perfection 1n the city of Charleston, § C.;
and in 1788, a Grand Council of P. of Jerusalem was estab-
ltished in the same place. These bodies still exist. In 1797,
a Sov.. Chapter of Rose Croix de H-R-D-M~ was established
1n the city of New York.

On the 31st day of May, 1801, the Sm(xipreme Council of the
33d degree for the U. S of A. was opened 1n Chatleston, 8 C.;
Col. John Mitchell, a distinguished Revolutionary soldier,
being the first Grand Commander, and Rev. Dr. Frederick
Dalcho, Lieut. G.". C.".

In 1806, 2 Grand Consistory S. P. R. S, 32°, was organized
m the city of New York, of which Bro. J. J. J. Gourgas, who
is st1]l Jiving; was the first Secretary. Bodies of the Rite were
also established early in this century, at Savannah, Philadel-
phia, New port, and m other parts of the country.

And on the 5th of August, 1813, was wnstituted the Supreme
Couneil of the 33d degree, for the northern jurisdiction of the
United States; Damiel D. Tompkins, Vice President of the
United States, being the first Grand Commander, and Bro.
Gourgas, Ill. Secretary of the H.". B.". Bodies of the Sublime
degrees have been established in many places i the United
States ; but the expense attending their proper fitting up for
work, and the labor required from those who undertake to fill
the offices, have prevented a general diffusion of the Rite. On
many accounts, this is not to be regretted ; the degrees are not
caleulated for every one; they can only be appreciated by Ma-
sonic students, the real lovers of the arcana of Masonry; those
who wish to understand the true cabala of the Order ; to such,
the degrees of the Ancient and Accepted Rite sre & cornu-
copia, overflowmg with treasures:—a dainty banquet, where
they can feast themselves to satiety.
