THE TWENTY-FOUR INCH GAUGE

Is an nstrument made use of by operative
Masons to measure and lay out their work;
but we, as Free and Accepted Masons, are
taught to make use of it for the more noble
and glorious purpose of dividing our time.
It being divided into twenty-four cqual parts
is emblematical of the twenty-four hours of
the day, which we are taught to divide into
three cqual parts, whercby we find eight
hours for the service of God and a distressed
worthy Brother, eight for our usual avoca-

tions, and eight for refreshinent and slecp.

THE COMMON GAVEL

Is an instrument made use of by operative
Masons to break off' the rough and super-
fluous parts of stones, the better to fit them
for the builder’s use; but we, as Free and

Accepted Masons, are taught to inake use
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ot 1t for the more noble and glorious pur-

pose of divesting our hearts and consciences

of all the vices and superfluities of life;

thereby fitting our minds, as living stones,
for that spiritual building, that house not

made with hands, cternal in the heavens,

THE BADGE OF A MASON.

the Supreme Aurchitect of the Universe pre-
sides.

THE SUPPORTS OF A LODGE.

This vast fabric is supported by three
Grand Pillars, called WispoM, STRENGTH,
and Braury. Because it is necessary that
there should be Wisdom to contrive, Strength
to suppoit, and Beauty to adorn all great

and important undertakings. . . . .

THE COVERING
Of a Lodge is the clouded canopy, or star-

ry-decked heaven, where all good Masons
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hope at last to arrive, by the help of a
ladder called Jacob’s Ladder, having three
principal rounds, called Faith, Hope, and
Charity : teaching Faith in God, Hope in
immortality, and Charity to all mankind.
But, the greatest of these is Charity; be-
cause Faith may be lost in sight, Hope
ends in fruition, but Charity extends beyond
the grave, thiough the boundless realms of
eternity.

THE FURNITURE

Of a Lodge is the HoLvy BisLe, SQUARE,
and Comrasses. The Bible is dedicated to
God, the Squaic to the Master, and the
Compasses to the Crafi.
The Bible is dedicated to God, because
it is the inestimable gift of God to man
.; the Sqnare to the Master, because
it is the proper Masonic emblem of his

office; and the Compasses to the Craft,

THE ORNAMENTS

Of a Lodge arc the ‘Mosalc PAVEMENT,
the InpENTED TrEsseL, and the Brazine
STAR.

The Mosaic Pavement is a representation
of the ground floor of King Solomon’s
Temple; the Indented Tessel, of that becau-
tiful tesselated border, or skirting, which
surrounded it, with the Blazing Star in the
centre. The Mosaie Pavement is emblem-
atical of human life, checkered with good
and evil; the Indented Tessel which sur-
rounds 1t, of thosc manifold biessings and
comfoits which surround us, and which we
hope to obtain by a fiim reliance on Divine
Providence, which is hiei‘oglyphically repre-
sented by the Blazing Star in the centre.

JEWELS.

The movable jewels are the SquUaRre,.

Lever, and Pruwms.

The Square teaches moralty, the Level
equality, and the Plumb rectitude of life.

The immovable jewels are the Roucn
ASHLER, the Purricr Asurer, and the
TrEsTLE-BOoARD.

The Rough Ashler is a stone as taken
fiom the quariy, in its rude and natural
state. The Peifect Ashler is a stone made
ready by the hands of the woikmen, to be
adjusted by the working tools of the Fellow
Craft, and the Trestle-Board is for the Mas-
ter to draw his designs upon.

By the Rough Ashler we are reminded
of our rude and imperfect state by nature;
by the Perfect Ashler, of that state of per-

fection at which we hope to airive, by a
virtuous education, our own endeavors, and
the blessing of God; and by the Trestle-
Board we are also reminded that as the oper-
ative workman erects his temiporal building
agreeably to the rules and designs laid down
by the Master on his Tiestle-Board, so
should we, both operative and speculative,
endcavor to erect our spiritual building
agrecably to the rules and designs laid
down hy the Supreme Aichitect of the
Universe, i the great book of Nature and
Revelation, which 1s our spiritual, moial,

and Masonic Trestle-Board.
SITUATION
Lodges are situated due east and west.

DEDICATION.

Lodges in ancient times were dedicated

to King Solomon, . . . in modern times
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to Saint John the Baptist and Saint John
the Evangelist, because they were eminent
Christian patrons of Masonry; and since
their time there s represented 1n every
regular and well furnished Lodge a cer-
tain point within a circle embordered by
two perpendicular parallel lines, represent-
ing Saint John the Baptist and Saint John
the Evangelist. Upon the vertex or top of
this circle rests the Holy Seriptures. The
point represents an indtvidual Brother, the
circle the boundary hlme of his duty. Tn
going around this circle, we nccessarly
touch upon the two parallel lines, as well
as upon the Holy Seriptures; and while a
Mason keeps himseclf circumscribed within
their precepts it 1s impossible that he should
‘matetially err.

BROTHERLY LOVE,

By the exercise of Brotherly Love we are
taught to regard the whole human species
as one family,—the high and low, rich and
poor; who, as created by onc Almighty
Parent, and inhabitants of the same planet,
are to wd, support, and p;'otect each other.
On this principle, Masonry- unites men of
evely country, sect, and opimon, and con-
cilintes truc friendship among thosc who
might otherwisc have remained at a perpet-
ual distance.

RELIEF.

To relieve the distressed is a duty incum-
bent upon all men, but particularly on Ma-
sons, who profess to be linked together by
an indissoluble chain of sincere affectionm.
To soothc the unhappy, to sympathize with
their nmisfoitunes, to compassionate their mis-

eries, and to restore peace to their troubled
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minds, 18 the grand aim we have in view.
On this basis we form our friendships and

establish our connections

TRUTH.

Truth is a divine attribute, and the foun-
dation of cvery vittue. To be good and
true is the first lesson we arc taught in
Masonry. On ‘this theme we coutemplate,
and by its dictates endeavor to regulate our
conduct. Hence, while influenced by this
principle, hypocrisy and deceit arec unknown
among us; sincenty and plain-deuling  dis-
tinguish us; and the heart and tongue join
in promoting cach others’ welfare and 1e-
joicing in each others’ piosperity.

* * * * * *
CARDINAL VIRTUES
The four Cardinal Virtues are TEMPER-

ANCE, ForrtiTUDE, PRUDENCE, and Jus-
TICE.
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TEMPERANCE

Is that due restraint upon our affections
and passions, which renders the body tame
and governable, and frees the mind from
the allurements of vice. This viitue should
be the constant practice of every Muson, as
he is thereby taught to avoid excess, or the
contracting of any licentious or vicious habit,
the indulgence in which might lead him to
disclose some of those valuable secrets which
he has promised to conceal and never reveal,
and which would conscquently subject him
to the contempt and detestation of all good
Masons; . .
FORTITUDE

Is that noble and steady purpose of the mind
whereby we are enabled to undergo any pain,
pe1il, or danger, when prudentially deemed
expedient. This virtuc is equally distant

from tashness and cowardice; and like the
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former, should be deeply impressed upon
the mind of cveiy Mason, as a safeguard
or security against any illegal attack that
may be made, by force or otherwise, to ex-
tort from him any of thosc valuable secrets
with which he has been so solemnly in-*
trusted, and which was ciblematically rep-
resented upon his first admission into the

Lodge; . . . .
PRUDENCE

Teaches us to regulate onr lives and actions
agrecably to the dictates of reason, and is
that habit by which we wisely judge and
prudentially determine on all things relative
to our present as well as to our future hap-
piness. This virtue should be the peculiar
charactenistic of every Mason, not only for
the government of his conduct while in the
Lodge, but also when abroad in the world.

It should be particularly attended to in all
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strange and mixed companies, that the se-
crets of Masonry may not be unlawfully

obtained ; .

JUSTICE

Is that standard or boundary of right which
enables us to render unto every man his just
due, without distinction. This virtue is not
only consistent with divine and human laws,
but is the very cement and support of civil
socicty ; and as justice in a gireat measure
constitutes the real good man, so should it
be the invariable practice of cvery Mason
never to deviate from the minutest princi-

ples thereof; .

CHARGE

The following or some other suitable charee may
be given

My Brorupr:— Having passed through
the ceremowies of your imtiation, allow me
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to congratulate you on your admission into
our ancient and honorable Fraternity. An-
cient, as having existed from tune rmniemo-
rial ; lionorable, as tending to make all men
50 who arc strictly obedicnt to its precepts.
Itis an Institution having for its foundation
the practice of the social and moral virtucs.
Aund to so high an cminence has its credit
becn advanced, that in cvery age and country
men preéminent for their moral and intellect-
ual attainments have eucouraged and pro-
moted its interests. Nor has it been thought
derogatory to their dignity, that monarchs
have for a scason exchanged-the sceptre for
the trowel, to patronizc our mysteries and
join in our assemblies.

As a Mason, you are to regard the volume
of the Sacied Law as the great light in your
profession: to consider it as the unerring
standard of truth and justice, and to regulate
your actions by the divine precepts it con-
tains. In it you will learn the important
duties you owe to God, vour neighbor, and
yourself. Jo God, by never mentioning his
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name but with that awe and reverence which
arc due from the creature to lus Creator; by
imploring His aid on all yow lawfu! under-
takings ; and by looking up to Him in cvery
emergency for comfort and support. 7o
your nez:g/zbm‘, by acting with him upon the
square ; by rendering him every kind office
which justicc or mercy may require ; by 1"e-
lieving his distresses and soothing his aﬁ:‘hc-
tions; and by doing to him as, in similar
cascs, you would that he should do unto you.
And to yourself, by such a prudent and well
regulated course of discipline as may best
conduce to the pieservation of your corporeal
and mental facultics in their fullest energy,
thereby enabling you to exert the talents
whetewsth God has blessed you, as wcll to
His glory as to the welfare of your fellow-
creatures.

As a citizen, you are enjoined to be exem-
plary in the discharge of your civil duties,
by never proposing or countenancing any act
which may have a tendency to subvert Fhe
peace and good oider of society; by paying
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duc obedience to the laws under whose pro-
tection you live; and by ncver losing sight of
the allegiance due to your country.

As an individual, you ave charged to
ptactice the domestic and public viitues.
Let Zemperance chasten, Fortitude sup-
poit, Prudence direct you, and Justice be
the guide of all your actions. Be especially
careful to maintain, mn their fullest splendor,
thosc truly Masonic ornaments, Brot/zerly
Love, Relief, and Truth.

Linally Be faithful to the tiust committed
to your carc, and mandest yowr fidelity to
your principles by a strict observance of the
constitutions of the Fratermity ; by adhering
to the ancient landmarks of thc Ovder; and
by refraining to recommend any one to a
participation in our privileges, unless you
have strong recisous to believe that by a sim-
ilar fidelity he will ultimately reflect honor
on our ancient Institution.

purposes. The Plumb admonishes us to
walk uprightly in our several stations be-
forc God and man, squaring our actions by
the Squarce of virtue, and ever remembering
that we are travelling upon the Level of
time to ¢ that undiscovered countiy from

whose bourne no travelle:r returns.”

Second Section.
OPERATIVE MASONRY

By Operative Masonry we allude to a

proper application of the useful rules of
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architecture, whence a structure wiil derive
figure, strength, and beauty, and from which
will result a due propoition and just corre-
spondence in all its parts. It furmshes us
with dwellings and conveunient shelters from
the vicissitudes and inclemencies of the sca-
sons; and while it displays the cffects of
human wisdom as well in the ch‘ou:c as in
the arrangemcent of the sundry materials of
which an cdifice is composcd, it demon-
stratcs that a fund of science and industry
15 implanted in man for the best, most sal-

utary, and hencficent purposes.

SPECULATIVE MASONRY.

By Speculative Masonry we learn to sub-
duc the passions, act upon the square, keep
a tongue of good report, maintain sccrecy,
and practise charity It is so far inter-

woven with religion as to lay us under ob-
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ligations to pay that rational homage to the
Deity which at once constitutes our duty
and our happiness. It leads the coutem-
plative to view with reverence and admira-
tion the glorious works of the creation, and
inspires him with the most exalted ideas of
the perfections of his Divine Creator.

ORDER IN ARCHITECTURE

By Order in Architecture is mecant a sys-

tem of all the members, pioportions, and

ornaments of columns and pilasters; or, it
is a regular arrangement of the projecting
parts of a building, which, united with those
of a column, form a beautiful, perfect, and

complete whole.

OF 1TS ANTIQUITY.

From the first formation of soctety order
in architecture may be traced. When the
rigor of seasons first obliged men to conttive
shelter from the mclemency of the weather,
we learn that they first planted trees on end,
and then laid others across, to support a
covering. The bands which connected those
trees at top and bottom are said to have
given rise to the idea of the base and cap-
ital of pillats; and from this simple hint
origmally proceeded the more improved art
The Orders in Architect-

ure are thus classed: the Tuscan, Dourc,

of architecture.

Tonic, CorinTHIAN, and COMPOSITE.
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THE INVENTION OF ORDER IN ARCHI-
TECTURE

The ancient and original orders in archi-
tecture esteemed by Masons are no more
than three—the Doric, Ionic, and Corinth-
ian, which were invented by the Greeks.
To these the Romans have added two—
the Tuscan, which they made plainer than
the Doric; and the Composite, which was
more ornamental, if not more beautiful,
than the Corinthian. The fiist three orders
alone, however, show invention and partic-
ular character, and essentially differ from
each other; the two others have nothing
but what is borrowed, and differ only acci-
dentally. The Tuscan is the Doric in its
earliest state, and the Composite is the Cor-
inthian enriched with the Tonict To the
Greeks, therefore, and not to the Romans,
we are indebted for what is great, judicious

and distinct in architecture.
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THE FIVE SENSES.

HEARING, SEEING, FEELING, SMELLING, AND
TASTING.

The first three, Hearing, Seeing, and Feel-
ing, are deemed most essential among Ma-
sons; . . . .

THE SEVEN LIBERAL ARTS AND SCIENCES,

GRAMMAR, RHETORIC, LOGIC, ARITHMETIC,
GEOMETRY, MUSIC, AND ASTRONOMY.

Geometry treats of the powers and prop-
erties of magnitudes in general, where length,
breadth, and thickness are considered,—from
a point to a line, from a line to a superfice,
and from a superfice to a solzd.

A point is a dimensionless figure; or an

indivisible part of space.
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A lZne is a pomt continued, or a figure
of one capacity, namely, length.

A superfice is a figure of two dimensions,
—Ilength and breadth.

A solid is a figure of three dimensions,

—length, breadth, and thickness.

THE ADVANTAGES OF GEOMETRY

By this science, the architect is enabled to
construct his plans and execute his designs;
the general to arrange his soldiets; the en-
ginecr to mark out grounds for encamp-
ments; the geographer to give us the di-
mensions of the world and all things thetcin
contained,—to delineate the extent of seas,
and specify the divisions of empires, king-
doms, and provinces. By it, also, the astron-
omer is enabled to make his observations,
and to fix the duration of times and seasons,

years and cycles. In fine, Geometry is the
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foundation of atchitecture, and the root of

the mathematics.

* * * * * *

ITS MORAL ADVANTAGES.

Geometry, the first and nobiest of sciences,
and the basis on which the superstructure
of Freemasonry is erected.

By Geometty, we may curiously tracc
Nature through her various windings to her
most concealed 1ecesses. By it we discover
the power, the wisdom, and the goodness
of the Grand Autificer of the Universe, and
view with delight the proportions which con-
nect this vast machine. By it we discover
how the planets move in their respective
orbits, and demonstiate their vartous revolu-
tions. By it we account for the return of
seasons, and the variety of scenes which

each season displays to the discerning eye.
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Numberless worlds are around us, all framed
by the same Divine Artist, which roll
through the vast expanse, and are all con-
ducted by the same unerring law of Nature.
A survey of Nature, and the observation
of hei beautiful proportions, first determined
man to imitate the divine plan, and study
symmetry and order. This gave rise to
socicties, and biith to every useful art. The
arclutect began to design, and the plans
which he laid down, being improved by
experience and time, have produced works
which are the admiration of évery age.
‘The lapse of time, the ruthless hand of
ignorance, and the devastations of war, have
laid waste and destroyed many valuable mon-
uments of antiquity, on which the utmost
exertions of human genius have been em-
ploved. Even the Temple of Solomon, so
spacious and magnificent, and constructed
by so many celebrated artists, escaped not

.
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the unsparing ravages of barbarous force.
Freemasonry, notwithstanding, has still su1-
vived. 7Z%e attentive ear receives the sound
from the ¢nstructive tongue, and the sacred
mysteries are safely lodged in the repository
of faithful breasts.
of architecture—symbols the most expressive

Tools and implements

—are sclected by the Fraternity to imprint on
the memory wise and serious truths; and
thus through a succession of ages are trans-
mitted unimpaired the excellent tenets of our
Institution.

CHARGE

The following or some other swtable charge may
be given:

My BroTHER:—Being advanced to the
second degree of Freemasonry, I congratu-
late you on your preferment.

Masonry is a progressive moral science,
divided into ditferent degrees; and as its
principles and mystic ceremonies are regu-
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larly developed and illustrated, it is intended
and hoped that they will make a deep and
lasting impression on the mind.

It is unnecessary to recapitulate the duties
which, as a Fellow-Craft, you are bound to
discharge. Your general good reputation
affords satisfactory assurance that you will
not suffer any consideiation to induce you to
act in any manner unworthy of the respecta-
ble character you now sustain, but, on the
contrary, that you will ever display the dis-
cretion, the virtue, and the dignity which
become a worthy and exemplary Mason.

Our laws and regulations you arc stienu-
ously to support, and be always rcady to
assist in seeing them duly executed. You are
not to palliate, or aggravate, the offences of
your Brethren; but in the decision of every
trespass against our rules, you arc to judge
with candor, admonish with friendship, and
reprehend with justice.

The impressive ceremonies of this degree
are calculated to inculcate upon the mind of
the novitiute the Importance of the study of
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the liberal arts and sciences,—cspecially of
the noble science of Geometry, which forms
the basis of Freemasonry, and which, being
of a divine and moral nature, is enriched
with the most useful knowledge ; for while it
proves the wonderful properties of nature, it
demonstrates the more important truths of
morality. To the study of Geometry, there-
fore, your attention 1s specially directed.

Your past regular deportment and upright
conduct have merited the honor we have con-
ferred. In your present character, it is ex-
pected that at all our assemblies you will
observe the solemnities of our ceremonies;
that you will prescrve the ancient usages and
customs of the Fraternity sacred and invio-
labie; and thus, by your cxample, induce
others to hold them in due veneration.

Such is the nature of your engagements as
a Fellow-Craft, and to a duc observance of
them you arc bound by the strongest ties of
fidelity and honor.

band or society of Friends and Biothers,

The Temple was further supported by
fourteen hundred and fifty-three Columns,
and two thousand nine hundred and six
Pilasters, all hewn from the finest Parian
marble.

Therc were employed at the building of
King Solomon’s Temple, three Grand Mas-
ters, thiee thousand three hundred Masters
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or Overseets of the Work, eighty thousand
Fellow Crafts or Hewers in the Mountains,
and seventy thousand Entered Apprentices
or Bearers of Burdens.

THE THREE STEPS

Usually delineated on the Masier’'s Carpet
represent the three degrees in Masonry,—
Entered Apprentice, Fellow Craft, and Mas-
ter Mason; also, the three principal stages
of human life,—Youth, Manhood, and Age.
In youth we are as Entered Apprentices,
in manhood as Fellow Crafts, and in age
as Master Masons. They masonically teach
that in youth, as Entered Apprentices, we
ought industriously to occupy our minds n
the attainment of useful knowledge ; in man-
hood, as Fellow Crafts, we should apply our

knowledge to the discharge of our respective

duties to God, our neighbor, and ourselves;
that so, in Age, as Master Masons, we may
enjoy the happy reflection consequent on a
well spent life, and die in the hope of a
glorious immortality.

THE EMBLEMS -

Belonging to tlus degree are, the Pot of
Incense, the Bee-Hive, the Book of Consti-
tutions guarded by the Tyler’s Sword, the
Sword pointing to a Naked Heart and All-
Seeing Eye, the Anchor and Ark, the Forty-
Seventh Problem of Euclid, the Hour-Glass,
and the Scythe, . . . .

THE POT OF INCENSE

Is an emblem of a pure heart, which is
always an acceptable sacrifice to the Deity ;
and as this glows with fervent heat, so should

our hearts continually glow with gratitude
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to the great and beneficent Author of our
existence for the manifold blessings and

comforts we enjoy.

TIHE BEE-HIVE

Is an emblem of industry, and recommends
the practice of that virtue to all cxjeated
beings, from the highest seraph in heaven
to the lowest reptile of the dnst. It teaches
us that as we came into the world rational
and intelligent beings, so we should ever
be industrious ones ; never sitting down con-
tented while our fellow-creatures around us
are in want, especially when it is in our
power to relieve them without inconven-
ience to ouiselves.

When we take a survey of Nature, we
v.ew man in his infancy, moie helpless and

mdigent than the brutal creation. He lies

languishing for days, months, and years,
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totally incapable of providing sustenance for
himself, of guarding against the attacks
of the wild beasts of the field, or shelter-
ing himself from the inclemencies of the
weather.

It might have pleased the great Creator
of heaven and earth to have made man
independent of all other beings; but as de-
pendence is one of the strongest bonds of
society, mankind were made dependent on
eath other for protection and security, as
they thereby enjoy better opportunities of
fulfilling the duties of reciprocal love and
friendship. Thus was man formed for so-
cial and active life, the noblest part of the
work of God; and he that will so demean
himself as not to be endeavoring to add to
the common stock of knowledge and under-
standing, may be deemed a drone in the
hive of nature, a useless member of society,

and unworthy of our protection as Masons.
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THE BOOK OF CONSTITUTIONS GUARDED BY

THE TYLER’S SWORD

Reminds us that we should be ever watchful
and guarded in our thoughts, words, and
actions, particularly when before the enemies
of Masonry; ever bearing in remembrance
those truly Masonic virtues, silence and cir-

cumspection.

THE SWORD POINTING TO A NAKED HEART

Demonstrates that justice will sooner or
later overtake us; and although our thoughts,
words, and actions may be hidden from the

eyes of man, yet that

AIL-SEEING EYE,

Whom the sun, moon, and stars obey, and
under whose watchful care even comets per-

forin their stupendous revolutions, pervades
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the inmost recesses of the human heart, and

will reward us according to our merits.

THE ANCHOR AND ARK

Are emblems of a well grounded hope and
a ~we\ll spent life. They are emblematical
of that divine ark which safely wafts us
over this tempestuous sea of troubles, and
that anchor which shall safely moor us in
a peaceful harbor, where the wicked cease

froin troubling and the weary shall find rest

THE FORTY-SEVENTH PROBLEM OF EUCLID

Was an invention of our ancient friend and
brother, the great Pythagoras, who, in his
travels through Asia, Africa, and Europe,
was initiated into several orders of Priest-
hood, and raised to the sublime degree of

Master Mason. This wise philosopher en-
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riched his mind abundantly in a general
knowledge of things. and more especially
in Geometry, or Masonry. On this subject
he drew out many problems and theorems ;
and among the most distinguished he erect-
ed this, which, in the joy of his heart, he
called Eureka! in the Giecian language
signifying 7 kave found it; and upon the
discovery of which he is said to have sacri-
ficed a hecatomb. It teaches Masons to be

general lovers of the arts and sciences.

THE HOUR-GLASS

Is an emblem of human life. Behold, how
swiftly the sands run, and how rapidly our
lives are chawing to a closc! We cannot,
without astonishment, behold the little pai-
ticles which are contained in this machine,—
how they pass away almost imperceptibly,
and yet, to our surprise, in the short space

of an hour they are all exhausted. Thus
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wastes man! To-day he puts forth the ten-
der leaves of hope; to-morrow blossoms,
and bears his blushmg honors thick upon
him; the next day comes a frost which
nips the shoot; and when he thinks his
greatness still aspiring, he falls, like autumn

leaves, to enrich our mother carth.

THE SCYTHE

Is an emblem of Time, which cuts the brittle
thread of life, and launches us into eternity.
Behold, what havoc the Scythe of Time
makes among the human race. If by chance
we should escape the numerous evils inci-
dent to childhood and youth, and, with
health and vigor arrive to the years of man-
hood, vet withal we must soon be cut down
by the all devouring Scythe of Time, and be
gathered into the land where our fatheis have

gone hefore us.

RECEPTION OF VISITORS.

The reception of visitors with the honors due to their
1ank is an ancient custom of the Fraternity, which
should never be omitted It 1s an act of great dis-
courtesy to a visiting officer to omit his formal recep-
tion by the Lodge, and n an official visitation the visit-
ing officer should ordinanly require 1t On the occasion
of wisits not officral, 1t will be found to greatly increase
a true fraternal feeling when this courtesy 1s properly
shown.

1. GRAND LODGE.

When a visit from the Grand Lodge 1s expected, the
Master will see that a convement apartment 1s provided
for the use of the Grand lodge, where the same can he
opened m the proper foom  On being notified that the
Giand Lodge 1s opened and prepaied for the visitation,
the Master, the Lodge being opened on the third degree,
will send a committee, headed, if possible, by a Past
Master, with the Stewards with then rods, the Deacons
with their rods, and the Marshal, to escott the Grand
Lodge. A procession 1s formed in the following order:

Marshal.
Stewards.
Committee.
Deacons.
The Grand Lodge
(as explamed on page 73).
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On arriving at the door the Marshal will announee,—
“ The Most Worshupful Grand Lodge in New Hamp-
share”  The processton entets, the Stewards and Dea-
cons halt inside the door and cross then rods, the Com-
mittee proceed, followed Dby the Grand Lodge {(in the
order for entering a building—see order for procession)
When the Grand Master arrives n front of the altar he
halts, and the Giand Lodge filng to the nght and left
form a lme across the hall. The Commuttee then mtio-
duce “ The Most Worshipful Grand Lodge of Fiee and
Accepted Masons m New Hampshne” The Grand
Master then advances to the East, and the Master re-
cewves him according to anctent usage, with the private
Grand Honors of Masonty, and resigns to lum the char
and the gavel, each other Graud Officer taking his sta-
tion 1 place of the corresponding officer of the Lodge,
and the Biethren aie seated.

The Grand Master, at lus pleasure, resigns the chair
to the Master, whereupon the other Grand Officers 1e-
sign their respective stations to the proper officets of
the Lodge, and repair to the East, and take scats on
the right of the Grand Master.

The Grand Lodge should retire before the Lodge 15
closed. When the Grand Master announces his mten-
tion to retire, the Lodge is called up, the Grand Honors
are given, and the Stewards and Deacons repair to the
door and cioss their rods, the Marshal conducts the
processton of the Grand Lodge to the door, and salutes
as the processton passes im
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2. THE GRAND MASTER.

When a wisit from the Grand Master 1s expected, the
Master will see that a convenient apartment 1s provided
for lus use and that of Ins swte. When the Grand
Master’s visit 1s announced, the Master sends the May-
shal, Deacons, Stewards, and one of the oldest membérs
(a Past Master, 1if practicable) bearmg the Book of Con-
stitutions, to escott him to the Lodge Room A pro-
cession 15 formed n the following order .

Marshal
Stewards.
Suite
Brother with the Book of Constitutions.
Giand Master
Deacons.

The Marshal makes a demand, and on entering an-
nounces “ The Most Wotshiptul Grand Master of Ma-
sons i New Hampshire,” when the Master calls up the
Lodge The Stewards stop mstde, and closs their rods
while the others proceed towards the East. On zmlvr
ng at the altar, the swite open inwards, the Grand Mas-
ter passes thiough, and the others, fihng to the nght
and left, form a line across the hall. The private Grfnd
lionots ate then given  The Giand Master advances
to the Last, and the Master 1eccives him 1esigns tc;
him the chan and the gavel The suite mi\'e place on
the 1ight of the Master, and the Lodge 1s scated.
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The Grand Master may decline to recewe the chair
and gavel, or at his pleasure may resign the same

W hen the Grand Master announces his ntention to
retire, having previously resigned the chair and gavel
to the Master, the Lodge is called up, the private Grand
Honors are given, and the Master duects the proper
officers to attend for the escort of the Grand Master.
The Stewards halt at the door, cross their rods, and the
other officers escort the Grand Master to his apartment.

3 THE DEPUTY GRAND MASTER, GRAND
WARDENS, A DISTRICT DEPUTY GRAND
MASTER, OR SPECIAL DEPUTY

The form will be the samce as for the Grand Master,
except that the Book of Constitutions will not be borne
before them.

When the District Deputy Grand Master appoints
some Mastei or Past Master to make a wisitation for
him, the same ceremony will be used, except that such
Deputy will not take the chair, but sit uncovered at the
right of the Master.

4 OTHER BRETHREN

When a Brother visits a Lodge, and has been exam-
ined or avouched for, the Master will send the Seniot
Deacon to introduce im  That officer condlucts him to
the West of the Altar, and says,—

“ Worshipful Master, T have the pleasue of mtio-
ducmg to you Brother —— of Lodge, —.”
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The Master calls up the Lodge, and says,—

“Brother ——, it gives me pleasure to introduce to
you the members of Lodge, and to welcome you
to a seat among us.”

The Senior Deacon conducts the visitor to a seat,
and the Lodge is called down

No brother should be allowed to visit a Lodge for ke
Jirst time without an mtroduction. If the visitor 1s a
Past Mastes, he should be mvited to a scat 1n the East,
and if he is an officer of any Grand Lodge, or a Perma-
nent member of our own Grand Lodge, or a Past Giand
Master, he should be received with the Grand Honors
at the time of s mtroduction

The Master should take great care to extend the
proper courtesies to wisiting brethren, and to make
them feel that they are welcome.




MASONIC PROCESSIONS.

The too great frequency of Masonic processions is an
evil greatly to be deplored. In tlis state, no Lodge
can form a public procession, except for funeials, with-
out permussion of the Grand Master. The gencial 1ule
is, that Masons appear in public only for the perform-
ance of some Masomc work ; yet formerly it was deemed
proper for Masons, as such, to honor the Chref Magis-
trate while living, and to jom 1 mourning for him when
dead The modern practice 15 not uiform, but with a
tendency to omit all pubhic appearance 1n siuch cases

Masomc like all other civic processtons march habit-
ually left in front, when the nght, the post of honor, is
i the rear. Marshals then should be on the left of the
procession  When a procession would countermarch
and move night m front, the Deacons and Stewards
cross their rods, forming an arch for the Brethren to
pass beneath.

All processions return in the same order m which
they set out.

The musicians, if Masons, follow the Stewards ; other-
wise they precede the Tyler

When theie 1s an escort tt should lead the procession,
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but halt justi before reaching the place of destination to
allow the body escorted to pass it.

In the early part of the present century an attempt
was made to assign a place to Royal Arch and other
high grade Masons i Lodge processions as such, and
with peculiar clothing; but this innovation has failed
of acceptance by the Craft, and no such position should
be assigned or clothing worn except 1n cases m which a
Mason of a different grade has been jnvited, in his dis-
tinctive character as such, to participate in the cere.
monics

But bodies of other grades iecognized as Masonic
may, 1n proper cases, be assigned positions mn Masonic
processions. Kmghts Temptlar, appeaiing as a body,
should always act as escort Other bodies are placed
immediately in front of the officiating Lodge, and Grand
Bodies of higler grades immediately n front of the
Grand Lodge, if that 15 im attendance

Commandenies K . T *., as guass military bodies
marching night m front, when seveial act as escort,
march with the oldest 1n fiont, but all other Masonic
bodies marching left in front, the youngest precedes and
the oldest has the 1ear.

In entering a building, Masonic processions ordnarily
countermarch to let the Master enter first.

On ordinary occasions, Grand Lodge processions are
formed and maich as follows .

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The Great Lights
(borne by the oldest Past Master).
District Grand Lecturers.

Marshal. Past Grand Wardens.
Past Deputy Grand Masters.
Past Grand Masters.

(carrying Book of Constitutions).
Grand Master
{(supported by Grand Deacons with rods).
Grand Sword Bearer
Two Grand Stewards with rods.

The Grand Deacons should march on a line about
five feet apart, and the same distance from the Grand
Master, formmg an equilateral tnangle, and when he
passes through the lines lus supports (the bearer of the
Constitutions and the Deacons) should accompany him,
in advance of the Deputy Grand Master.

If several Lodges unite 1n a procession, they may
foim separately, m the above orde1, or all, or a part
in one body, as follows:

Master Masons.
Tylers
Stewaids.
Deacons
Sectetanies and Treasurers.
Junior Wardens and Senior Wardens.

In such case the officers of the Lodges take rank ac-
cording to the precedence of the Lodges The Stewaids
of the youngest Lodge, then of the next oldest. and so
on, and the other officeis in the same way.

When a Lodge has woik to do 1t must form by itself,
and the other lodges may form separately or as one
body It may, however, when no other Lodge 1s pres-
ent, mvite wvistting Biethien to march with it, except
when 1t 15 itself to be constituted

When the Grand Master, or the Deputy Grand Mas-
ter acting as Giand Master, 1s present, the Book of
Constitutions should be borne before him by the Master
of the oldest Lodge, or the Senior Past Master; and 1t
must nevel be boine 1m procession except before the
Grand Master or Deputy Grand Master acting as such.
On entering pubhc buildings, the Bible, Square and
Compasses, and the Book of Constitutions should be
placed 1n front of the Grand Master

When the Grand Master joins a Lodge procession,
he should be placed immediately 1 fiont of the Master,
and a bearer of the Constitutions, two Deacons, and a
Sword Bearer appointed to attend mm A Deputy
Giand Master or a Grand Warden should be assigned
the same position, and be attended by two Deacons;
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but if erther of such Grand Officers has charge of the
ceremonies, he should have the post of houor in rear of
the Master.

It should be remembered that all Masonic processtons
are under strict discipline, and no one should enter or
leave one without permission of the Master.




INSTALLATION
OF THE OFFICERS OF A LODGE.

No one, elected or appomnted to office in a wartanted
Lodge, can enter upon the discharge of his duties until
he has been installed. Any Present or Past Master
{and by that term 1s meant the Past Master of a Lodge),
and no one else, can mstall. )

By dispensation from the Grand Master the mstallaci
tion may be in pubhc, m which case the Lodge shoul
open at its Hall and march in procession to the place
where the ceremonies are to be performed; and after
they ae finished return to its hall and close. If the
seivices are at the Hall, the Lodge should be opened
and closed in an ante-room, and zevgr In the presence
of profanes, except that 1t may be clo.sed by a meie
foimal declaration, when 1t 1s impracticable to retire

urpose
foxh:olstioi of the ceremony of the installation of a
Master can be performed only in a Convention of not
less than three Past Masters of @ Lodge It 1s known
as the “ Past Master’s Degree,” and may be peiformed
by the Installing Officer, with necessary assistance, at

s convenrence. ) _—
If 2 member of the Lodge would object to the instal-
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lation of an officer, his objections should be presented
i writing to the Installing Officer, who will examine
them. If they appear insufficient he will install the offi-
cer, otherwise he will appomnt a time and place for a
hearing upon the truth of the allegations, and suspend
the installation of such officer. Ifupon such hearing he
find the allegations true and sufficient, he will certify
that fact to the Lodge, which will enter such certificate
upon their records, and take the proper steps for a new
election : if he finds them untrue he will install the offi-
cer If the Grand Master is the Installing Officer, there
1s no appeal from his decision. In all other cases an
appeal lies to the Grand Master from any decision of
the Installing Officer, n which case all further proceed-
mgs are suspended, but such appeal must be taken
before the nstallation, or 1t will be too late.

An officer, when mstalled, 1s entitled to serve unless
he 1s actually ieligible, the installation setthng all
other questions. An officer declared by competent
authority duly installed has received vahd installation,
although poitions, or even all, of the ceremony have
been omitted.

The Lodge being open upon the third degree, the
Marshal, by direction of the Installmg Officer, collects
the Jewels, the Three Gieat Lights, the Rule, the Line,
the Book of Constitutions, the Warrant, the Recoids,
the By-Laws, the Gavel, the Truncheons of the Ward-
ens, the Deacons’ Rods, the Stewaids’ Rods, the Mar-
shal’s Baton, and the Tyler’s Sword, and places them
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upon a table, so airanged that he can promptly hand
them to the Installing Officer when required

Installing Officer —We are taught that no
man should ever enter upon any great or im-
portant undertaking without first invoking the
blessing of God. We will therefore unite
with our Chaplain in an address to the Throne
of Giace.

PRAYER.

Grant, O Lord our God, that those who
are now about to be invested with the gov-
crnment of this Lodge may be endued with
wisdom to instruct their Brethren in all theis
dutiecs. May Brotherly Love, Relief, and
Truth always prevail among the members of
this Lodge; and may this Bond of Union
continue to strengthen the Lodges throughout
the world.

I[. You agree to be a peaceable citizen,
and cheerfully to conform to the laws of the
country in which you reside.

You agree to pay a proper respect to
the civil magistrate, to work diligently, live
creditably, and act honorably by all men.

V. You agree to hold in veneration the
original rulers and patrons of the Order of
Masonry, 4nd their rcgular successors, su-
preme and subordinate, according to their
stations; and to submit to the awards and
resolutions of your Brethren, when convened,
i cvery case consistent with the Constitutions
of the Order.
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VI. You agree to avoid private piques and
quartels, and to guard against intemperance
and excess.

VII. Yon agree to be cautious in carriage
.nd behavior, couteous to your Brethren,
and faithful to your Lodge.

VIII You promise to respect genunine
Biethren, and to discountenance imposters
and all dissenters from the original plan of
Masonry.

[X. You agree to promole the gencral
good of society, to cultivate the social vir-
tues, and to propagate the knowledge of the
att.

X. You promise to pay homage to the
Giand Master for the time being, and to his
officers when duly mstalled, and strictly to
conform to evely edict of the Grand Lodge
o1 generdl assemnbly of Masons, that is not
sabversive of the principles and ground-work
of Masonry.

XI. You admit that it is not in the power
of any man, or body of men, to make innova-
tions in the body of Masonry.
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XII. You promisc a regular attendance on
the committees and communications of the
Grand Lodge, on rcceiving proper notice,
and to pay attention to all the duties of Ma-
sonry on convenient occasions.

XIII. You admit that no new Lodge shall
be formed without permission of the Giand
Lodge, and that no countcnance be given to
any irregular Lodge or to any person clandes-
tinely imtiated: therein, bemg contrary to the
ancient charges of the Oider.

XIV. You admit that no person can be
regulaily made a Mason in, or admitted a
member of, any 1egular Lodge, without pre-
vious notice and, due inquiry into lus char-
acter.

XV. You agree that no visitors shall be
reccived into your Lodge without dne ex-
amination, and producing proper vouchers
of their having been imitiated in a regular
Lodge.

These are the regulations of Free and Ac-
cepted Masons. Do you submit to these

charges, and promise to suppoit these 1egu-

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lations, as Masters have done in all ages be-

fore you?

In consequence of your cheerful conformity
to the charges and regulations of the Order,
you are now to be mstalled Muaster of this
Lodge, yow Brethren having full confidence
in your care, skill, and capacity to govern the
same.

My BroTHER, with pleasute I invest
vou with this jewel of your office,—the
Square. As the Square 1s employed by
operative Masous to fit and adjust the stones
of a bwlding. that all the paits may piroperly
agiec, so vou, as Master of this Lodge, are
admonished, by the symbolic meaning ot the
Square npon your breast, to prescive that
moral deportment among the members of
vour Lodge which should ever characterize
good Masons; and to exert your authority to
prevent ill feeling or angry discussion arising
to impail the harmony of their meetings.

I also present to you the Turezn GREAT
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LicaTs in Masonry, —the Hory BIBLE,
SquArg, and CoMPASSES

The Bible, the Great Light in Masonry,
will guide you_to all truth, will direct your
paths to the temple of happiness, and point
out to you the whole duty of man.

The Square teaches us to regulate our
actions by rule and line, and to harmonize
our conduct by the principles of morality and
virtue.

The Compasses teach us to limit our de-
sires in every station, that, rising to eminence
by merit, we may live respected and die re-
gretted.

I also present to you the RuLe and LinE.
The Rule directs that we should punctually
obseive our duty, press forward in the path
of viitue, and, inclining neither to the right
nor to the left, in all our actions have Eteinity
in view.

The Line teaches us the criterion of moral
rectitude, to avoid dissimulation m conversa-
tion and action, and to direct our steps to the
path which leads to [mmortahty.
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The Book oF CONSTITUTIONS you are to
search at all times Cause it to be read m
yout Lodge, that none may pretend ignorance
of the excellent precepts it enjoins.

You now recewve in charge the WARRANT,
by the authority of which this Lodge is held.
As tts lawful custodlan, you mie carefully to
pteserve and dualy transmit it to your succes-
so1 in office.

You also reccive in charge the By-Laws
and the Rrcorps of your Lodge. You are
to see that the By-Laws are faithfully obeyed,
and that the Rucorps are correctly kept, de-
termining what is proper to be recorded.

And lastly, I place in your hand this
GAvVEL, the use of which you have already
becn taught. Use it not arbitcarily, but pru-
dently, and, if occasion require, firmly, to the
end- that good order and harmony be pre
served.

SENIOR WARDEN.

My BroruEr, you have been clected

same natnre, and share the same hope; and

though distinctions among men are necessary
to preserve subordination, yet no eminence
of station should make us forget that we are
Brethren ; for he who is placed on the lowest
spoke of fortune’s wheel may be entitled to
our regaid; and a time will come, and the
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wisest knows not how soon, when all distinc-
tion but that of goodness shall cease, and
death, the grand leveller of human greatness,
reduce us to the same state.

The Prums admonishes us to walk up-
rightly in our several stations, to hold the
scale of justice in equal poise, to observe the
just medium between intemperance and pleas-
ure, and to make our passions and prejudices
coincide with the line of our duty.

To you is committed the superintendence
of the Craft during the hours of refreshment ;
and 1t is therefore indispensably necessary
that you should not only be temperate and
discreet in the indulgence of your own mcli-
nations, but careful to observe that none of
the Craft be suffered to convert the mecans
of refreshment into intemperance and ex-
cess.

Your regular and punctual attendance is
particularly requested; and I have no doubt
that you will faithfully execute the duty which
you owe to your present position.

TREASURER.

My BroTueRr, you have heen elected
Treasurer of this Lodge, and 1t is with
pleasure that I mvest you with the jewel
of your office. It is your duty to take charge
of the stock and other pioperty of the Lodge,
receive all moncys, keep a just and tiue ac-
count of the same, and pay them out by
order of the Worshipful Master and consent
of the Lodge I trust your regaid for the
Fraternity will prompt you to the faithful
discharge of the duties of your office.

SECRETARY.

My BROTIER, you have been elected Secc-
retary of this Lodge, and I now invest you

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with the jewel of your office. It is your duty
to carefully observe the procecdings of the
Lodge, keep a true and perfect record of the
same, receive all moneys from the hands of
the Brethren and pay them to the Treasurer,
taking his recerpt therefor. Your good in-
chnation to Masonry and this Lodge will
induce you to discharge the important duties
of your office with fidelity, and by so doing
you will merit the esteem and applause of
your Biethren.

1t is your special duty to conduct the devo-
tions of the Lodge, and bear before the throne
of Heavenly Grace the spiritual needs of your
Brethren. In all your inteicourse with your
Lodge, it is expected that you will ¢ allure
to brighter worlds and lead the way.”

DEACONS.

BreTurEN, you ave appeinted [or, have
been clected] Senior and Junior Deacons of
this Lodge, and I invest you with the jewels
of yow coffice, and place in your hands these
black rods, which you will bear in the per-
formance of official duty, as symbols of your
deputed authority.

It is your duty to attend on the Master and
Wardens, and to act under their dhection in
the active dutics of the Lodge, such as in the
reception of candidates into the different de-
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grees of Masonry, and the introduction and
accommodation of visitors; and, as from you
the first impression of ow Institution is re-
ceived by the candidates, you should be par-
ticularly careful, by the seriousness of your
deportment, to properly prepare them for the
dignified and important ceremonies of initia-
tion.

MARSHAL.

My BROTHER, you are appointed Marshal
of this Lodge. T invest vou with this jewel,
and place in your hands this baton as the
badge of your office. It is your duty to or-
ganize the Lodge, form and conduct all pro-
cessions, and attend to such other interests,
n the practice of our rites, as the Worshipful
Master shall direct.

STEWARDS.

BRETHREN, you are appointed [or, have
been elected] Senior and Junior Stewards of
this Lodge, and 1 invest you with the jewels
of your office, and place in your hands these
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white rods, which you will bear in the per-
formance of the duties of your office,—which
are to assist the Deacons and other officers in
performing their respective duties. You are
also to see that the tables aie properly fur-
nished at 1efreshment, and that every Brother
is suitably provided for. Your regular and
eaily attendance will afford the best proof of
your zeal and attachment to the Lodge.
TYLER

My BROTHER, you are appomted Tyler of
this Lodge, and 1 invest you with this jewel
and the implement of your office. As the
sword is placed in the hands of the Tyler to
enable him effectually to guard against the
approach of cowans and eavesdroppers, and
sufler none to pass or repass but such as are
duly qualified, so it should admonish us to
set a guard over our thoughts, a watch at our
lips, and post a sentincl over our actions ;
thereby preventing every unworthy thought,
word, or deed, and preserving consclences
voird of offence towards God and towards
man.
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CHARGE.
WorsHIPFUL MASTER :—

The superintendence and government of
the Brethren who compose this Lodge having
been committed to your care, you cannot be
insensible of the obligations which devolve
on you as their head; nor of your responsi-
bility for the faithful discharge of the impor-
tant duties of your position.

The honor, reputation, and usefulness of
your Lodge will materially depend on the
skill and assiduity with which you manage
its concerns ; while the happiness of its mem-
bers will be generally promoted according to
the zcal and ability with which you dissemi-
nate the genuine principles of our Institution.

For a pattern of imitation, consider the
great luminaiy of nature, which, rising in
the East, regulaily diffuses light and lustre
to all within its circle. In like imanner it is
your province to spread and communicate
light and instruction to the Brethren of your
Lodge. Forcibly impress upon then: the
dignity and high importance of Masonry;
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and seriously admomsh them never to dis-
grace it. Chaige them to practice out of the
Lodge those duties which they have been
taught in it; and by amiable, discreet, and
virtuous conduet to convince mankind of the
goodncess of the Institution; so that when a
man is said to be a member of it, the world
may know that he is one to whom the bui-
dened heart may pour out its sorrows; to
whom distress may prefer its suit; whose
hand is guided by justice, and whose heart
is expanded by benevolence. In short, by a
diligent observance of the By-Laws of your
Lodge, the Constitutions of Masonry, and.
above all, the IIoly Scriptures, which arc
given as a rule and a guide to your faith, you
will be enabled to acquit yourself with honor
and reputation, and lay up a crown of rejoic-
4ng, which shall contmue when time shall be
no more.

BROTHER SENIOR AND JUNIoR WARDENS :—

You are too well acquainted with the prin-
ciples of Masonry to warrant any distiust
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that you will be found wanting in the dis-
chaige of your respective duties. Suffice it
to say, that what you have seen praiseworthy
in others you should carefully imitate; and
what in them may have appeared defective
you should in yourselves amend. You should
be examples of good order and regularity;
for it is only by a due regard to the laws in
vour own conduct that you can expect obe-
dience to them from otheis. You arc assid-
uously to assist the Master in the discharge
of his trust, diftusing hght and imparting
knowledge to all whom he shall place under
your cate. In the abscnce of the Master, you
will succeed to higher duties: your acquire-
ments must therefore be such that the Craft
may never suffer for want of proper instruc-
tion. From the spint which you have hith-
erto evinced, I entertatn no doubt that your
futuie conduct will be such as to merit the
applause of your Brethren and the testimony
of a good conscience.
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BRETHREN OF —— 1L.ODGE :—

Sucli is the nature of our Constitution that
as some must of necessity rule and teach, so
others must learn to submit and obey. Hu-
mility in both is an essential duty. The
officers who are appointed to govern your
Lodge are sufficiently conversant with the
rules of propriety and the laws of the Insti-
tution to avoid exceeding the powers with
which thev arc intrusted ; and you are of too
generous dispositions to envy their prefer-
ment. I thercfore trust that you will have but
onc aim, to please each other, and umte in
the grand design of being happy and com-
municating happiness.

Finally, my Brethren, as this association has
been formed and peifected in so much unan-
imity and concord, in which we greatly re-
joice, so may it long continue. May you long
enjoy every satisfaction and delight which dis-
interested friendship can afford. May kind-
ness and brotherly affection distinguish your
conduect as men and as Masons. Within your
peaceful walls may your children’s children
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celebrate with joy and gratitude the annual
recurrence of this auspicious solemnity.
And may the tenets of our profession be
transmitted through your Lodge, pure and
unimpaired, from generation to generation.

The officers are severally conducted to themr stations
by the Marshal, as each 1s mstalled, and, when all have
been installed, by direction of the Installing Officer the
Marshal proclaims as follows.

I am directed to proclaim, and I do hereby
proclaim, that the Worshipful Master, War-
dens, and other officers, clected and ap-
pointed, of Lodge, have heen regulaily
installed into their respective stations. This
proclamation is made from the East [ W. M.
gives onc blow with gavel ], the WEST
[S. W. gives one blow with truncheon],
the Sourn [ J. W. gtves one blow with trun-
cheon), OnNcE, Twicg, Turick; all inter-
ested will take due notice, and govern then-

selves accordingly.

BURIAL SERVICE.

No one below the degree of Master Mason can be
puried with, or participate in, Masonic funeral cerc-
monies. None but Master Masons who are members
of a Lodge are enfitled to Masomc buiial, but a Lodge
may, 1if 1t sees fit, bury with Masomic houors an unaffil-
1ated Mason

No Masonic clothing or jewels can be worn at the
funeral of a Biother unless a Lodge be first regularly
opened

The Masonic setvices should m all respects be con-
ducted exclusively by the Lodge having jurisdiction,
and as 1if none but Masons weie in attendance. A
Masonic Lodge should not take part in funeral scrvices
conducted by any other organization.

W henever cvic societies, the military, or other organ-
izations may constitute a part of a funeral procession,
or otherwise unite with the assembly, the body of the
deceased must be mn charge of the Lodge having juris-
diction -

The Brethicn should be dressed with as much uni-
formity as practicable, m dark clothes, with white gloves
and aprons, the officers and Past Masters wearing thewr
jewels. Black crape should be worn on the left arm,
above the elbow.

The Secretary should have prepared an “obituary
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roll,” on which should be nsciibed (he name, date of
birth, age, date of 1mtiation, passing and raisiag, or
afhhation, also date of death of the deceased Brother;
that the funeral ceremonies were performed by the
Lodge, and any matters which may be deemed appro-
priate or of special interest to the Lodge

The Maste1, in his discretion, may omit portions of
either service, or may use poitions of all three, accord-
ing as cncumstances may require ‘I'he “Lodge Ser-
v.ce” may be used at the house, or erther the * Lodge
Service” o1 *“House Service” may be used at the
grave, making the necessary changes, and always re-
membering that out of the Lodge-room only the publn
Grand Honors can be given

LODGI SERVICE.

The Brethien being assembled at the Lodge-room or
some other conventent place, the presiding officer opens
the Lodge in the thnd degice, with the usual forms;
and, having stated the purpose of the meetmg, the
service begms

MasTER (or Cumariain).—What man is
he that liveth, and shall not sce death?  Shall
he deliver his soul from the hand of the giave?

REsPoNSE. — Man walketh in a vain
shadow; he heapeth up rickes, and cannot
tell who shall gather them.
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MasTER.—When he dieth he shall carry
nothing away ; his glory shall not descend

after him.
REspONSE.— Naked he came into the

world, and naked he must return.
Master.—The Lord gave, and the Lord
hath taken away : blessed be the name of the

Lord.

The Master, taking the ROLYL in his hand, says,—

May we dic the death of the righteous, and
may our last end be like his.

The Brethren answer,—

God is onr God forcver and ever: He
will be our guide even unto death.

The Master rcads the roll, and says,—

Almighty Father! Into Thy hands we
commend the soul of our departed Brother.

The Brethren answer three times, giving the Grand
Honors each time

The will of God is accomplished! So
mate it be.
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The Master dehivers the roll to the Sccretary, to be
deposited mn the archives.

PRAYER BY THE CHAPLAIN.

Most glorious God! Author of all good,
and giver of all mercy! Pour down Thy
blessings upon us, and strengthen our solémn
engagements with the ties of sincerce aflection.
May the present instance of mortality remind
us of our approaching fate, and draw our at-
teution towards Thee, the only refuge in time
of nced ; that, when the awful moment shall
artive for us to quit this transitory scene, the
enlivening prospect of Thy merey may dispel
the gloom of death; and after our departure
hence in peace and in Thy favor, may we be
rcceived into Thine everlasting kingdom, to
enjoy, in union with the souls of our departed
friends, the just rcward of a pious and vir-
tuous life.

The procession 1s formed by the Marshal, and the
Brethren proceed, left in front, to the housc of the
deceased.
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dOUSE OR CITURCH SERVICE

Immediately after the benediction, the Master will
take his station at the head of the coffin, with the Senio1
Waiden on his night and the Junior Warden on his
left; the Chaplain takes his place al the foot of the
coffin, while the Deacons and Stewards cross therr
rods over it.

MasTER.—Death and the dead are with us
again, my Biethren, teaching us the brevity
and unceitainty of human life and the insta-
bility of human fortune., and demanding of us
the last sad offices of charity and Brother-
hood. Again we lament the loss of a Broth-
er, who slecps the sleep that knows no wak-
ing on this carth.

The body of our beloved Brother lies
before us, overtaken by that relentless fate
which is sooner or later to overtake us all,
and which no worth or virtue, no wealth or
honor, no tears of friends or agony of loving
ones, can avert or delay; teaching us the
impressive lesson, continually repeated, yet
always soon forgotten, that every one of us
must ere long dwell in the house of darkness.
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S.-. W.- —In the mudst of life we are in
death : of whom mav we scek for succor but
of Thee, O Lord, who for our sins art justly
displeased. Thou knowest, Lozrd, the secrets
of our hearts: shut not Thy merciful ears to
our prayer.

J.-. W.-.—Lord, let me know my end and
the number of my days, that I may be certified
how long I have to live.

MasTeEr.—Very eloquent, my Brethren,
are the pale, still lips of the dead. With a
pathos and impressiveness that no living lips
can equal or cven approach, these lips of mar-
ble preach to us sermons that cannot be trans-
lated into words. Most cloquently they tell
us how vain and empty arc all ambitions,
hatreds, jealousics, the disputes and rivaliies,
the struggles for wealth and place and power,
for rank and reputation, of human lifc. How
indifferent now to praise or censure, unde-
served culogy or equally undeserved blame,
to all the prizes of human ambition, to all
the glories of human greatness, to all the
beatitudes of human love, is this cold and

L
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wax-like body, no longer one with a living
soul.

But this body over which we now mourn
is not our Brother, but only that which was
his human and material part until God laid
His finger upon him and he slept. He was
mortal, but now has put on immortality.
He sleeps, but he shall wake again.

S.-. W.-.—I know that my Redeemer liv-
eth, and that He shall stand at the latter day
upon the earth. And though, after my skin,
worms destioy this body, yet in my flesh shall
I sec God; whom I shall sce for myself, and
nne eyces shall behold, and not another.

J.-. Wo-.—I am the resurrection and the
life, saith the L.ord: he that believeth in Me,
though he were dead, yet shall he live: and
whosoever liveth and believeth in Me shall
never die.

MastEr.—My Brethren, it is an act of
gtace and wondrous mercy that we are ad-
mitted to speak to the Eternal God; to make
plaint to Him as to a Father. Wherefore,
since this calamity has fallen upon us, and He
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hath commanded us in such cases to pray
unto Him, let us ask of Him power and as-

sistance to do our duty, and His favor for

those who are afflicted 1n even greater meas-
ue than ourselves.

CaaPLAIN or MasTER.—Let us pray.

O Thou, Who art the Father of us all!
We humbly invoke Thy blessing upon us
who have assembled here to pay the last
tribute to the memory of our Brother,—our
Brother not only because he was one of Thy
children, but also because he was bound to
us by the ties of our Frateruty. Impress
upon us the uncertainty of life and the cer-
tainty of death ; teach us the vanity of things
earthly and the glory of things heavenly, so
that when Thou dost call us to follow our
Brother hence, we may be prepared to say,
¢ Thy will be done.”

Inspire us with thankful praise that Thou
hast revealed to Thy children that, though
we commit this body of our Brother to our
Mother Earth, he is not lost, but is gone be-
fore to a world which death can never cnter.
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We especially pray that Thou wilt bless
and comfort his mourning relatives; enable
them to look with the eye of faith beyond the
gloomy scenes of to-day, to that world whose
skies are never darkened by sin or clouded by
sorrow ; and fill them with the cheering hope
of meeting their loved friend beyond death’s
dark river, where parting shall be no more.

ALL.—Our Father, Who art in heaven,
Hallowed be Thy name.

The procession 1s formed, and is reversed on arriving
at the grave. The Brethren form a arcle around 1t, the
officers of the Lodge take their station at the head and
the mourners at the foot.

MasTER.—Here we view a stiiking in-
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stance of the unceitainty of life, and the van-
ity of all human pursuits. The last offices
paid to the dead are only useful as lectuies to
the living; from them we are to derive in-
struction, and consider every solemnity of this
kind as a summons to prepare for our ap-
proaching dissolution.

Notwithstanding the dailly mementos of
mortality, notwithstanding death has estab-
lished his empire over all the works of nature,
we forget that we are born to die. We go on
from one design to another, add hope to hope,
and lay out plaus for the employment of many
years, till we are suddenly alarmed with the
approach of death when we least expect him,
and at an hour which we may think to be the
meridian of our existence.

~What are all the externals of majesty, the
pride of wealth, or the charms of beauty, when
nature has paid heir justdebt? Fix your eyes
on the last scene, and view life stripped of her
omaments, and exposed in her natural mean-
ness: you will then be convinced of the futil-
ity of those empty delusions. Tu the grave
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all fallacies are detected, all ranks levelled,
and all distinctions done away.

While we drop the sympathetic tear over
the grave of our deceased friend, let charity
incline us to throw a veil over his foibles,
whatever they may have been, and not with-
hold from his memotry the praise that his
virtues may have claimed. Suffer the apol-
ogies of human nature to plead in his behalf.
Perfection on earth has never becn attained:
the wisest as well as the best of men have
erred.

Let the present example excite our most
serious thouglhts, and strengthen our resolu-
tions of amendment. As life is uncertain,
and all earthly pursuits are vain, let us no
longer postpone the important concern of
preparing for eternity ; but embrace the happy
moment, while time and opportunity offer, to
provide against the great change, when all
the pleasures of this world shall cease to de-
light. Thus our expectations will not be
frustrated, nor we hurried unprepared into
the presence of an all-wise and powerful
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Judge, to whom the secrets of all hearts are
known.

While in this state of existence let us sup-
port with propriety the charactet of our pro-
fession, consider the nature of our solemn
ties, and pursue with assiduity the sacred
tenets of our Order. Then, with becoming
reverence, let us supplicate the Divine Grace,
to ensure the favor of that eternal Being
whose goodness and power know no bounds ;
that when the awful moment airives, be it
soon or late, we may be enabled to prosecute
our journey, without dread o1 apprehension,
to that far distant country whence no traveller
retuins.

DEPOSITING THE APRON.

MasTER. — THis Lams-SkiN, or White
Leather Apron, is an emblem of innocence
and the badge of a Mason. It reminds us of
that purity of life and conduct so essentially
necessary to gaining admission into that Ce-
lestial Lodge above, where the Supreme
Architect of the Universe presides.

The Master deposits the Apron in the grave, and,
holding the Evergreen in his right hand, continues,—

This Evergreen is an emblem of our faith
in the immortality of the soul. By this we
are reminded that we have an immoz1tal part
within us that shall survive the grave, and’
which shall never, never, never die. By it
we are admonished that though lke our
Brother, whose remains lie before us, we
shall soon be clothed in the habiliments of
death and deposited in the silent tomb, yet,
through the merits of a divine and ascended
Saviour, we may confidently hope that our
souls will bloom in eternal spring.
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The Master then extends his right-hand palm down-
wards over the grave, depositing the Evergreen, then
carries 1t above his head, pointing to heaven, brings it
down upon his left breast, and then drops 1t by his
side * then he leads the Brethren around the grave,
who, as they pass, deposit the Evergreen with the same
sign given by the Master, but without stopping.

But in the beautiful spirit of the
Christian’s theology, we dare to say that He
who ¢ tempers the wind to the shorn lamb”
looks down with infinite compassion upon
the widow and fatherless in the hour of their
desolation ; and that the same Saviour who
wept while on earth will fold the arms of His
love and protection around those who put
their trust in Him.
