They arewhite,
borderedon the sides and bottom of the apron
andlower edgesof theflap with a bandof purple,
and areprovidedwith purple strings or tape.

DRESS
SubordinateCouncils are expectedto provide

themselveswith appropriaterobes.
The following is suggestedas a proper form:
The Masteris dressedin a royal robeof purple,

with a crownuponhis head.
The Deputy Masteris dressedin a royal robe

of red,with a crown uponhis head.
The Principal Conductorof theWork is diessed

in a robeof orange,with a turban on his head.
The appropriatedressfor the remainingofficers

and active membersis a robe or gown of purple
and a purple turban on the head. The Captain
of theGuard, the StewardandtheSentinel may,
however,be clothed in ancientmilitary costume,
with a helmet on the head and a sword in the
hand

Take duenotice thereofand governyour-
selvesaccordingly.

(K. S. and H. K. T. retire from East. H. A. goes to
theAltar. C. C. addressescandidate:)

C. C. — It is now high 12, at which hour it is
thecustom of G. M. H. A. to enterthe S. S. and
offer up his devotionsto Deity.

(Conducts candidatesto the West where they
standin line facingthe East.)

(H. A. prays,usingthe23rd Psalm,or thefollowing
prayer.)

Almighty and everlasting God, in thine all
pervading strength, arbiter of the fate of nations,
yet from whosesight the smallest insectseeksto
hide, in vain, I kneel to Thee, in supplication.

Impart to me, at this hour, the strengthand
power I needfor thecompletionof Thy work, and
deign, 0 Almighty Father, to acceptthehumble
homageof my soul.

Let Thy inspiration fill my soul with beauty,
that the work of my handsmay glorify Theeon
earth forever, that Thine earthlytemple shall fill
all heartswith a longing to beholdThy Heavenly
Temple, that housenot madewith hands,eternal
in the heavens. Father, in mercy, hear my prayer.

(As the prayeris concluded,the C. C. andCandi-
date proceed toward the South, the C. C. saying:)

labor of man. Thenceforththe generationsmay
build and occupy,but he will not be there. The
teemingbrain, the skillful hand,and the sinewy
arm arealike uselessandsuperfluousin thegrave.
As our Most Excellent King Solomon hassaid,
“The dead know not anything; their love, their
hatred and their envy is now perished; neither
havethey any moreaportion foreverin anything
that is doneunderthesun.” What an incentiveis
this to afaithful useof our time andourfaculties,
that we should build industriously while our
strengthendures,andlabor to completeourwork
erethe weekclosesand the Sabbathof Eternity
setsin.

My work, Comp. Adoniram, is not complete,
though I have labored long and faithfully to
executeit. I may not live to seetheTemplecom-
pleted; the NI. W. may be lost, but if I die ~
pointing down as before) it will be buried there.

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Lodgeabove,all thejoys and glories of His Eternal
Sabbath. After thestronghandof deathhas lev-
eled all in the humiliation of the grave, the Al-
mighty Hand of theSupremeMastershall prevail,
and exalt every worthy brother to the glorious
companionship of that undissolvingLodge. There
the desigusupon the Trestle Boardwill be seen
completed. Theretheadorationof the 12th hour
will be everlastingjoy. There the noontide bliss
will eternallyshine. Therethescalesof doubt and
darknessshall fall from my eyes, and the wise
purposesof theDivine Architect will be displayed
in all theirsplendor.

Adoniram,knowing what his habitswere,awaited
him at theSouth Gateandaskedwhenhemight
hope to receive the NI. W. The conversation
which ensuedbetweenthe two craftsmen, and
the soliloquy on deathby our Grand Masterbe-
camethe foundationupon which was erectedthis
(legreeof RoyalMaster.

This conversationhaving beenrelated to King
Solomon by Adoniram, the NI. W. was deposited
in the S. V., as will be more fully explainedto
you in the succeedingdegree, to which this is
preparatory

After the untimely deathof G. NI. H. A., the
txvo sui-vivingGrandMastersinstitutedthis degree
(if R NI in tokenof their respectfor his memory,
and as a partial substitutefor the NI. NI. degree.
l3eing unable to foim the Triangle in giving the
lxi. W., as one of their number was de,~d, they
substituted the Broken Triangle, being the near-
est they couldcometo theoriginal.

Theyfirst conferredthe degreeupon thenoble
Adoniram, and then upon othei particular friends
of H A. As his friend, we now confer it upon
you, and we give it as illustrative of the NI. NI.
andR. A. degrees.

The furniture of the S. S., in the completed
and dedicatedTemple, consistedof many holy
vesselsmadeof pure gold, but themost important
article therewas theArk of theCovenant,called
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the Glory of Israel, whichwasseatedin themidst
of the holy placeunderthe wings of the Cheru-
bim. It was a small chest, or coffer, three feet
nine inches long, two feet three inches wide and
deep. It was madeof wood, excepting only the

mercy
seat, but overlaid with gold, both inside

rnd out It had a ledgeof gold surroundingit at
top into which the cover, called the mercyIi seat was let in The mercy seat was of solid gold,

the thickness of a hand’s breadth. At the two
ends of it were two cherubim, looking inward
toward each othei, with their wings extended,
which, embracingthewhole circumferenceof the
mercy seat,met on eachside,in themiddle; all of
which, the Rabbissay, wasmadeout of thesame
masswithout anysolderingof parts.

j Here theShekinah,or Divine Presence,rested,andwas visible in theappearanceof acloud over
it. From hence the Bathkol issued, and gave
answers when God was consulted. And hence it is
that God is said in the Scriptures to dwell between
the Cherubim, that is, between the Cherubim on
the mercy seat, becausethere was the Seator
Throne of the visible appearanceof His Glory
among them.

This concludesthe degreeof R. M. You will
now retire with your Conductor, while necessary
preparationis madefor thesucceedingdegree.

(K. S. turnsto H. A., saying:)
K. S. — My Worthy Companion and Master

Builder, have the craftsmencompletedthe copy
of theArk of theCovenant?

H. A. — Illustrious King Solomon,thework has
beencompleted,and I will havethe Overseersof
theWork placeit beforeyou.

(H. A. goes to theanteroomand headsa proces-
sion bearingthe Ark into the room. He superintends
placing it upon the pedestalbefore K. S. and re-
mainsat theendof the “A.”

Lights, except thosein the East,may be out or
dim when the “A” is broughtinto the room.

Two or four companionsbear the Ark and two
companionsfollow, one bearingthe Pot of Manna
andthe otherAaron’s Rod.

It is preferableto placethe pedestaland Ark on
the daisfor all to see.)

K. S — The most mysteriousand sacredpiece
of furniture of the Temple, theArk of the Coy-
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enant, Israel’s great palladium in battle, housed
for so many years in caves of themountains,or
under tents in the desert, hasat last founda rest-
ing place within theHoly of Holies of theTemple.

The Master Builder has preparedthis copy of
that sacredArk, and, also, imitations of the Pot
of Manna and Aaron’s Rod, to be placedherein
as a memorial for thebenefit of the Craft in gen-
eral andtheJewishnationin particular. Theseare
to be depositedherein thesecurity of the Ninth
Arch, that the memory of thesacredtreasuresso
much revered by our people may not be lost
throughthevicissitudesof time.

H. K. T. — (Descendsand after examiningthe
characters on the Ark, says:) Here have been
placed upon the sidesof theArk the date of the
presentYearof Light andtheinitials of ournames.

(H. K. T. and H. A. remove cover. Take Pot and
Rod from carriers. All carriersreturn to seats.)

K. 5,— (Takes the Book of the Law and
reads.) “And Mosessaid, this is th•e thing which
theLord commandeth;fill an omer of it to bekept
br your generations,that they mayseethebread
wherewithI havefed you in thewilderness,when
I broughtyou forth from the land of Egypt. And
Moses said unto Aaron, take a pot and put an
omer full of mannatherein, and lay it up before
theLord, to be kept for your generations.As the
Lord commandedMoses,so Aaron laid it up be-
fore thetestimonyto bekept.”

H. K. T. — In humble commemorationof that
divine command,I now deposit this imitation of
that sacredPot of Mannain this Ark, lest in time
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to come the people shall forget how, for forty
years,their fathers,ledthroughthewildernessby
a pillar of cloud by day and a pillar of fire by
night, were fed with that mannawhich fell from
heaven,fresheverymorningandnew everynight.

(H. K. T. slowly and reverentlyplacesthe Pot in
the Ark, andthen K. S. readsfurtherfrom the Law.)

K. S. — “And theLord said unto Moses,bring
Aaron’s Rod again before the testimony,to be
keptfor atoken.”

H. A. Obedientto that divine command,I now
deposit this imitation of that sacredRod of Aaron,
which budded, blossomedand yielded almonds
in a single night while laid up before the testi-
mony in theTabernacleof the Congregationand
as a remembranceof how the fruits in their due
seasonwere fed to the C. of I. in their long wan-
deringsthroughthewilderness

(H. A. slowly andreverently placesthe Rod in the
Ark and then K. S. reads further from the Law.)

K. S. — “And it cameto passwhen Moses had
madean endof writing thewordsof this Law in
a book until they were finished, that Mosescom-
mandedthe Levites, which bare the Ark of the
Covenantof the Lord, saying, Takethis Book of
theLaw and put it in the sideof theArk of the
Covenantof the Lord your Cod, that it may be
therefor a witnessagainstthee.”

K. S. — For the information of Euture genera-
tions, should this Temple be destroyed,and its
sacredvesselsand holy furniture be defiled and
dispersedamong the nations, I proposethat we
(lepositwithin theBookof theLaw this Key to the
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characterson thesidesof theArk andengravedon
thegoldentriangle uponthe lid of theArk. Should
theChildren of Israel ever be carried into captiv-
ity and remain so long as to forget their mother
tongue,on their return, by meansof this key, if
found,theWord mayberestored.

(H. A., much impressedand following K. S ‘5

wordsclosely, bendsover the triangle and says:)
H. A. - The M’s. W.?
K. S. — Yes, my friend theM’s. W.
(Rolls the key within the Scroll of theLaw.)
K. S. — In further commemorationof that di-

vine command, I now deposit this Book of the
Law.

(H. K. T. and H. A. now placethe lid on the Ark.
K. S. gives threerapswith the gavel on the corner
nearesthis right hand,handsthe gavel to H. K. T,
who givesthreerapson the cornernearesthis right
hand,and handsthe gavel to H. A., who does like-
wise and returnsit to K. S., who says:)

K. S — In order to perpetuatethe ti-ne pro-
nunciationof the M’s W., which waspronounced
by thosewithout our sacredmysteries,“Adonal,”
the Greatand SacredName has been engraved
within thecenterof this goldentriangle. On the
sides of the triangle hasbeenengravedthename
of Deity in three languagesof the Gentiles, the
Chaldaic,the Egyptianandthe Syriac.

K. S. — My Illustrious Companions,I now pro-
posethat we placeour Grand Masters’Squareson
the sides of the golden triangle, so that should
the wisdom of future generationsdiscover and
bring to light this copyof theArk of theCovenant
with its sacred treasuresof deposit, it may be
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known anddistinguishedthat this is the M’s. W.,
depositedby us in this Year of Light. Here do I
place the Square of the ruling Grand Master,
Solomon,King of Israel.

H. K. T. — Here do I place the Square of
Hiram, King of Tyre.

H. A1. — Here do I placethe Squareof H. A.,
theMasterBuilder.

K. S. —

K. S. — (Raising his hands to heauen) Oh,
Thou wondroushope of Israel, whoseglory sur-
passeth the power of man to conceive, before
whom we bow in humbleness ol heart, beholdus
from amidst Thy glory in the heavens, and
vouchsafe to Thy peopleon this occasion that
protecting care and favor which is beyond the
power of human tongueto proclaim, for, not until
it hasbeenannouncedthat time shall be no more,
will it be known on earthor in heavenhow much
we oweto Thee;then,when thebooksareopened,
andtheangelsunfold the record, heaven’sarches
will re-echo with the songs that celebrateThy
glory.

HISTORY
K. S. — In giving thehistory of this degree,we

revert to the building of the Temple.
Our threeGrandMasters,S., K. of I., H., K. of

T. and H. A., beingin possessionof the writings
of MosesandtheProphets,well knew that if the
Children of IsraeldeviatedFrom the laws therein
contained, their enemieswould be let looseupon
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them, their cities and Temple sacked and de-
stroyed,and all thesacredtreasuresof the S. S.
would beforeverlost. In orderto preventthisevil,
they agreedto erect a secretvault underground,
leading from K. S ‘s most retired apartmentand
endingunderthe S. S. or H. of H.

This S. V. wasdivided into ninearchesor apart-
ments. The Ninth Arch waserectedby our three
C. M.’s as a placewhereinto deposita true copy
of all the holy vesselsand sacredtreasurescon-
tainedin the S. S. above;also,to meetin Grand
Council to confer the M. M. degreewhen the
Temple should be completed. There were em-
ployed on theother eight Arches,twenty-twomen
from Gebal, a city of Phoenicia,together with
Ahishar and Adoniram, all of whom were well
skilled in the arts and sciencesgenerally, but
particularly in sculpture. Their hours of labor
were from nine at night until twelve, the time
when all prying eyesareclosedin sleep.

During the erection of this Vault, a circum-
stance occurred which characterizesthis degree
and upon which the ceremony of initiation is
founded.

One of K. S’s particular friends, whosename
was Z., discoveredthat there was a secretwork
going on with which he had not beenmadeac-
quainted,andfor a long time he grieved in silence.
At length hecomplainedto K. S., andreceivedfor
an answer,“Be content,friend Z., the time will
come when a door shall be open for your recep-
tion,” meaning that when the Temple should be
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completedhe should receivethe M. ~VI.degree.
This satisfiedhim.

One evening,having someparticular business
with K. S., he went to his most retired room in
searchof him, and, finding thedoor of the S. V.
open,andnot guardedas usual,by theSteward,
Ahishar, who wassleepingat his post, he took it
for grantedthat it had beenleft open for his re-
ception, whereuponhe entered and was dealt
with asyou havealreadylearned.

WhentheNinth Arch wascompleted,our three
Grand Mastersdepositedtherein an exactimita-
tion of theArk of theCovenant,andplacedwithin
it an imitation of the Pot of Manna and Aaron’s
Rod, andalso atrue copy of the Book of theLaw,
ni all thewritings of theBible up to that period.

That it might be knownby whom andfor what
purpose it was deposited,they placedon three
sidesof theArk theinitials of their names,andon
the fourth, the time when, meaning, “Deposited
in the Year of Light 3000, by S. K. of I., H. K.
of Tyre, andH. A., for thebenefitof theCraft in
general, but theJewishnation in particular.”

The M. W. was then placed on the top of the
A, engravedon a triangularplateof gold, on the
\ides of which, in certain mysterious characters,
were engraved theKey or coverwords, by which
the M. W. may be revealed. A key to thesechar-
.icterswasplacedinside theA., in the Book of the
Law, so that if theChildren of Israelshould ever
be carriedinto captivity andremainso long as to
foiget their mother tongue, yet, on their return,
by meansof this key, if found, theW. might be
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restored,arid that it might be known anddistin-
guislied a” the M. W.. when found, they placed
on the top of the A. their three Jewels, one on
Ci(’h side of the triangle, kiioxvirig that a descrip-
lion thereof would be handeddown to the latest
posterity.

Thus was preservedthe long lost M. W., now
the C. 0. XV, or C andS. N., which R. A. tradi-
tiori informs us was first communicatedby God
to Moses at the 13. B.. and remainedin useuntil
nearthecompletion of K. S Temple.

ft wasthen lost at thedeathof ourC. M. H. A..
and lay buried in darkness470 years,when, as
‘10(1 are awaic, at the building of the Second
Temple, after the l3abylonish captiVity, through
the merits of jeshua, Zerubbabeland Haggai, it
was againicstoied to the Craft, in whoseposses-
sion we trust it may foiever remain.
