The apronsare of such form and size as
are usually worn by Master Masons. They
are white, bordered on the sides and bot-
torn of the apron and lower edges of the
flap with a band of purple, and are pro-

vided with purple strings or tape.

DRESS
SubordinateCouncils are expectedto pro-

vide themselveswith appropriaterobes.

The following is suggestedas a proper
form:

The Master is dressedin a royal robe of
purple, with a crown upon his head.

The Deputy Master is dressedin a royal
robeof red, with a crown upon his head.

The Principal Conductorof the Work is
dressedin a robeof orange, with a turban on
his head.

The appropriatedress for the remaining
officers and active members is a robe or
gown of purple and a purple turban on the
head, The Caprainof the Guard, the Steward

andthe Sentinel may, however, be clothed in
ancient military costume, with a helmet on
the headand a sword in thehand.

A plain drab robe and turban for H. A. in
first sectionof the R. M. degree.

Twelve robes with flowing sleeves and
twelve turbans, either white or scarlet, for
Cherubim,

I may not live to see the Temple
completed; the M. W. may be lost, but if I die
(in front of E. t’**, crossing right ai-m over

left, and pointing down) it will be buried

d

there.

H. A.—Comp. Adoniram, death terminates

the labor of man. Thenceforth the genera-
ttons may build and occupy, but he will not

be there. The teeming brain, the skillful
hand, and the sinewy arm are alike useless
and superfluousin the grave. As our Most
ExcellentKing Solomon hassaid, “The dead
know not anything; their love, their hatred

and their envy is now perished;neitherhave
they any more a portion forever in anything
that is done underthe sun,” What an incen-
tive is this to a faithful useof our time and
our faculties, that we should build industri-
ously while our strength endures, and labor
to complete our work ere the week closes

andthe Sabbathof Eternity setsin.

My work, Comp. Adoniram, is not com-
plete, though I have labored long and faith-

fully to execute it. I may not live to seethe
Temple completed,but if I die (*** pointing
down as before) it will be buried there.

(Circumambulates 3rd time.)
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H. A.—Comp. Adoniram, it is through the

gateof death that we find an entranceto the
place of wages, refreshment and rest,

The SupremeNiasrer of the Universe, be-
fore whom we bow in adoration, and whose
All-Seeing Eye has markedour labors in the

Lodge below, promises to spreadbefore us,
in the Celestial Lodge above, all the joys
and glories of His Eternal Sabbath. After

the strong hand of deathhas leveled all in
the humiliation of the grave, the Almighty
Hand of the SupremeMaster shall prevail,
and exalt every worthy brother to the glori-

ous companionship of that undissolving
Lodge. There the designs upon the Trestle

Board will be seen completed. There the
adorationof the 12th hour will be everlasting
joy. There the noontidebliss will eternally

shine. There the scalesof doubt and dark-
ness shall fall from my eyes, and the wise
purposesof theDivine Architect will be dis-
played in all their splendor.

With this light of faith beaminguponme,

madea greatcalamiry has befallen theCraft.
Grand Master H. A., as you are aware, has
fallen, a martyr to his trust, the vicrim of a
foul assasstnatron.Neither the M. W. nor a
key to it was found on or about thebody, and
by his death I fear the NI. W. is forever lost.

You must remain content wtrh a substitute.
C. C.—IlI. King Solomon, your words re-

call: to my mind a conversationI had with G.

M. H. A. just prior to his death. On a certain
day near high twelve I carried up a pieceof
work for his inspecrion. When the Craft was

called from labor to refreshmentI did not re-
tire with the rest but lingered behind that I
msght speak to our Grand Master after he
should have concluded his devotions and
drawn his designs upon the trestle board.
When G. M. H. A. was passingout by way of

the South Gate I accosted him and asked
when I might expect to receivethe M. W. He

replied that it was uncertain that I would

ever receive it, as the M. W. could only be
communicatedwhen the Temple should be
completed and then only in the presenceof

your Majesty, your illustrious Companion of
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Tyre and himself. WhereuponI said, “Sup-
pose that one of you three, even you your-

self, should be removedby deathprior to that
event, how shall I then receive it?” He did
not immediately reply, but remainedfor a few
moments in deep meditation, and then taking

me by the arm, we walked slowly aroundthe
Temple courts three times. As we walked
he discoursedin the most solemn manneron
the subject of death, but assuredme that

even though he should be taken hence the

M. W. would not be lost, andeach time as we
came opposite the East Gate he struck the
ground and, pointing downward, said, “If I
die, it will be buried there.”

The Craft was soon after called to labor,
and I returned to my work; nor did I ever a-
gain have an opportunity to converse with
him upon this subject.

K. S.—Your story is fraught with deep
meaning, Comp. Adoniram, and the informa-
tion you have furnished is of the highest im-
port.

My worthy Comp. of Tyre, how may we
suitably reward Adoniram for the discreetsi-
lence he has observedregardingthe disclo-

suresjust madeas well as ft5r his long and
faithful service?

K. Solomon,the faithful ser-
vice of Adoniram, as well as the commend-
able discretion he has exhibited, should not

go unrewarded, and as we cannot communi-
cate to him the M. W., I proposethat he be
elevatedto the rank of Inspectorof Works, in
place of him whosedeathwe now mourn;and,
assuch position will placehim in close com-
panionship with ourselves, I further propose
that he be honoredwith the title of R. M.

K. S.—My Ill. Comp. of Tyre, your sugges~
tion is both wise and timely, and to it I

cheerfully accede.

Masonic tradition informs us that S. K. I.
andH. K. T., meeting in the S. S. shortly af-
ter the death of H. A., involuntarily placed
themselvesin a position to give the M. W.,
when suddenly realizing that one of their

numberwas missing, they placed their hands
upon eachother’s shouldersand K. S., point-
ing downward, asked“Wh do y s rh?” H. K.
T. replied, “A bkn Tr.” Then both throwing
up their hands,K. S. exclaimed “A”. H. K.
T. replied ‘P. H.” (As the explanation is
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given, the gr is again shown.)

HISTORICAL LECTURE
(K. S. directs Candidate to rise and approach the

Eost. Resumes his station and gives the following his-
tory:)

K. S. —After the S. S. was completed and a

portion of the furniture deposited therein,
Adoniram on a certain day nearhigh twelve,
went’thereto depositoneof theholy vessels.

At high twelve, when the craft were called
from labor to refreshment,Adoni-ram did not
retire with the rest but lingered behind with
H. A., whose custom it was at that hour to re-

tire to the S. S. for his noon-daydevotions,
after which he drew designsfor new work up-
on the trestle board. Adoniram, knowing what
his habits were, awaited him at the South

Gate and asked when he might hope to re-
ceive the M. W. The conversationwhich en-
sued between the two craftsmen, and the

soliloquy on death by our Grand Master be-
came the foundationupon which was erected

this degreeof Royal Master.
This conversationhaving beenrelated to

King Solomon by Adoniram, the M. W. wasde-
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posited in the S. V., as will be more fully ex-

plained to you in the succeedingdegree, to
which this is preparatory.

After the untimely deathof G.M. H. A.,
the two surviving Grand Masters instituted
this degreeof R. M. in token of their respect
for his memory, and as a partial substitute

for the M. M. degree. Being unable to form
the Triangle in giving the M. W., as one of
their number was dead, they substitutedthe

BrokenTriangle, being thenearestthey could
come to the original.

They first conferred the degreeupon the
noble Adoniram, and then upon other particu-
lar friends of H. A. As his friend, we now
confer it uponyou, andwe give it as illustra-
tive of the M. M. andR. A. degrees.

The furniture of the S. S., in the completed
anddedicatedTemple,consistedof many holy

vesselsmade of pure gold, but the most im-
portantarticle therewas the Ark of theCove-
nant, called the Glory of Israel, which was
seatedin the midst of the holy place under
the wings of the Cherubim. It was a small
chest,or coffer, three feet nine incheslong,

two feet three inches wide and deep. It was
made of wood, exceptingonly themercy seat,
but overlaid with gold, both inside and out.

It had a ledge of gold surrounding it at the
top, into which the cover, called the mercy
seat, waslet in. The mercy seat wasof solid

gold, the thicknessof a hand’s breadth, At
the two ends of it were two cherubs, looking
inward toward each other, with their wings
extended;which, embracingthe whole circum-

lerenceof the mercy seat, met on each side,
in the middle; all of which, the Rabbis say,
was made out of the same mass without any

solderingof parts.
Here the Shekinab, or Divine Presence

rested, and was visible in the appearanceof
a cloud over it. From hencethe Barhkol is-

sued, and gave answerswhen God was con-
sulted. And henceit is that God is said in
theScripturesto dwell betweenthe Cherubim;
that is, between the Cherubim on the mercy

seat, becausethere was the Seat or Throne
of the visible appearanceof His Glory among
them,

This concludesthe degreeof R. M. You
will now terire with your Conductor, while

necessarypreparation is made for the suc-
ceeding degree.

people to the land which they now inhabit,
and He will put it into the heart of a Prince

of the Houseof Judah to rebuild the Temple
to His Holy Name, and He will give him a
sign as a reward and encouragementfor his
zeal and fidelity, and the sign shall be the
reco$ery of the word.

battle, housedfor so many yearsin cavesof

the mountains,or under tents in the desert,
has at last found a resting place within the
Holy of Holies of the Temple.

TheMasterBuilder haspreparedthis copy
of that sacredArk, and, also, imitations of
the Pot of Manna and Aaron’s Rod, to be
placed herein as a memorial for the benefit

of the Craft in general andthe Jewishnation
in particular. Theseare to be depositedhere
in the security of the Ninth Arch, that the
memory of the sacredtreasuresso much re-
vered by our people may not be lost thtough

the vicissitudes of time.

H. K. T.—(Descendsand after examining
thecharacterson theArk, says:) Herehave

been placed upon the sides of the Ark the
date of the presentYear of Light and the
initials of our names,

(H. K. T. and H. A. remove cover. Take Pot and
Rod from carriers. All carriers return to seats.)

K. S.—(Takesthe Book of the Law and
reads:) “And Moses said, this is the thing

which the Lord commandeth;fill an omer of
it to be kept for your generations, that they
may see the breadwherewith I have fed you
in the wilderness, when I brought you forth

from the land of Egypt. And Mosessaid unto
Aaron, take a pot and put an omer full of
mannatherein, and lay it up before theLord,

to be kept for your generations. As the Lord
commandedMoses, so Aaron laid it up before

the testimony to be kept.”

H. K. T.—In humble commemorationof that
divine command,I now deposit this imitation

of that sacredPot of Manna in this Ark, lest
in dine to come thepeople shall forget how,
for fo~rry years, their fathers, led through the
wilderness by a pillar of cloud by day and a
pillar of fire by night, were fed with that
manna which fell from heaven, fresh every
morningand new everynight.

(H. K. T. slowly and reverently places the Pot in
the Ark, and then K. S. reads further from the Law.)

K. S.—”And the Lord said unto Moses,
bnng Aaron’s Rod again before the testi-
mony, to be kept for a token,”

H. A.—Obedienr to that divine command,I
now deposit this imitation of that sacredRod

of Aaron, which budded, blossomedand
yielded almonds in a single night while laid

up before the testimony in the Tabernacleof
the Congregationand as a remembranceof
how the frnits in their due seasonwere fed

to the C. of I. in their long wanderings
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through the wilderness.

(H. A. slowly and reverently places the Rod in the
Ark and then K. S. reads further from the Low.)

K. S.—”And it came to pass when Moses
had madean end of writing thewords of this

Law in a book until they were finished, that
Moses commandedthe Levites, which bare
the Ark of the Covenantof the Lord, saying,
Take this Book of the Law and put it in the
ssdeof the Ark of the Covenantof theLozd

your God, that it may be there for a witness
againstthee.’’

K. S.—For the information of future gen-
erations, should this Temple be destroyed,
and its sactedvesselsandholy furniture be
defiled and dispersedamong the nations, I
propose that we deposit within the Book of

the Law this Key to the characterson the
sides of the Ark and engravedon the golden
triangleupon the lid of the Ark.

(Rolls the key within the Scroll of the Law.)

K. S.—In further commemorationof that di-
vine command,I now deposit this Book of the

Law,

(H. K. T. and H. A. now place the lid on the Ark.
K. S. gives three raps with the gavel on the corner
nearest his right hand, hands the gavel to H. K. T.,
who gives three raps on the corner nearest his right
hand, and hands the gavel to H. A., who does likewise

and returns it to K. S., who says:)

K. S.—In order to perpetuatethe truepro-
nunciation of the M’s. W., which was pro-
nouncedby those without our sacredmyster-
ies, “Adonai,” the Great and SacredName
has been engravedwithin the centerof this
golden triangle. On the sides of the triangle

has been engraved the name of Deity in
three languagesof the Gentiles, the Chal-
daic, theEgyptian and the Syriac.

Should the Children of Israel ever be car-
ried into captivity and remain so long as to

forget their mother tongue,on their return, by
meansof this key, if found, the Word may be

restored.
(H. A., much impressed and following K. Sos. words

closely, bends over the triangle and says:)

H. A.—The M’s. W.?

K. S.—Yes, my friend, the M’s. W. My Il-
lustrious Companions,I now proposethat we
place our Grand Master’s Squares on the

sides of the golden triangle, so that should
the wisdom of future generationsdiscover
and bring to light this copy of the Ark of the

Covenant with its sacred treasuresof de-
posit, it may be known and distinguished

that this is the M’s. W., deposited by us in
this Year of Light. Here do I place the
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Square of the roling GrandMaster, Solomon,
King of Israel.

H. K. T,—Here do I place the Squareof
Hiram, King of Tyre.

H. A.—Here do I placethe Squareof H. A.,
the MasterBuilder.

K. S.—(Raisinghis handsto heaven,says:)
Oh, Thou wondrous hope of Israel, whose
glory surpasseththe power of man to con-
ceive, beforewhom we bow in humblenesso~
heart, beholdus from amidst Thy glory in the
heavens, and vouchsafe to Thy people on

this occasion that protectingcareand favor
which is beyond the power of human tongue
to proclaim; for, not until it has been an-
nounced that time shall be no more, will it

be known on earthor in heavenhow much we
owe to Thee; then, when the books areopen-
ed, and the angels unfold the record, hea-
ven‘s archeswill re-echowith the songsthat
celebrateThy glory.

(K. S. pauses a moment with hands uplifted and
says:)

K. S.—AlIis finished,

HISTORY

K. S,--In giving the history of this degree,
we revert to the building of the Temple.

Our three Grand Masters, S., K. of I., H.,
K. of T. and H. A., being in possessionof
the writings of Mosesandthe Prophets,well
knew that if the Children of Israel deviated
from the laws therein contained, their enem-
ies would be let loose upon them,their cities

and Temple sacked and destroyed, and all

the sacredtreasuresof the S. S. would be
forever lost. In order to prevent this evil,
they agreed to erect a secter vault under-

ground, leading from K. S.’s most retired
apartment and ending under the S. S. of H.

This S. V. was divided into nine arches
-or apartments. The Ninth Arch was erected

by our three G. M’s. as a place wherein to
deposit a trne copy of all the holy vessels
and sacredtreasurescontainedin the S. S.

p above; also, to meet in Grand Council to con-
fer the M. M. degreewhen theTemple should

be completed. There were employedon the
other eight Arches, twenty-two men from Ge-

bal, a city of Phoenicia, together with Ahi-
shar and Adoniram, all of whom were well
skilled in the arts and sciencesgenerally,

but particularly in sculpture. Their hours of
labor were from nine at night until twelve,

the time when all prying eyes are closedin
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sleep.
During the erection of this Vault, a cir-

cumstanceoccurredwhich characterizesthis
degreeand upon which the ceremonyof initi-

ation is founded.
One of K. S.’s particular friends, whose

namewasZ.,discoveredthat therewas a se-

cret work going on with which he had not
beenmadeacquainted,and for along time he
grieved in silence. At length he complained

to K. S., and received for an answer, “Be
content, friend Z., the time will come when a
door shall be open for your reception,”mean-
ing that when the Temple should be complet-
ed he should receive the M. M. degree. This

satisfiedhim.
On e evening,having someparticular busi-

nesswith K. S., he went to his most retired
room in searchof him, and, finding the door
of the S. V. open,and not guardedas usual,

by the Steward, Ahishar, who was sleeping
at his post, he took it for grantedthat it had

beenleft open for his reception, whereupon
he entered and was dealt with as you have
alreadylearned.

When the Ninth Arch was completed,our

three Grand Masters deposited therein an
exact imitation of the Ark of the Covenant,

and placed within it an imitation of the Pot
of Manna and Aaron’s Rod, and also a true
copy of the Book of the Law, or all thewrit-
ings of the Bible up to thatperiod.

That it might be known by whom and for
what purposeit was deposited,they placed
on three sidesof the Ark the initials of their
names, and on the fourth, the time when,
meaning, “Deposited in the Year of Light

3000, by S. K. of I., H. K. of Tyre, andH. A.,
for the benefit of the Craft in general, but
the Jewishnation in particular.”

The M. W. was then placed on the top of
theA.,engravedon atriangularplate of gold,
on the sides of which, in certain mysterious
characters,were er~gravedthe Key or cover
words, by which the M. W. may be revealed.
A key to these characterswasplaced inside
the A., in theBook of the Law, so that if the
Children of Israel should everbe carriedinto
captivity and remain so long as to forget

their mother tongue, yet, on their return, by
meansof this key, if found, the W. might be
restored; and that it might be known anddis-
tinguished as the M. W., when found, they
placedon the top of theA. their threeJewels,
one on each side of the triangle, knowing

that a description thereof would be handed
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down to the latestposterity.

Thus was preservedthe long lost M. W.,
now the G. 0. W., or G. andS. N., which R. A.

tradition informs us was first communicated
by God to Moses at the B. B., and remained
in use until near the completion of K. S.
Temple.

It was then lost at the deathof our G. M.
H. A., and lay buried in darkness470 years,
when, as you are aware, at the building of
the Second Temple, after the Babylonish
captivity, through the merits of Jeshua,Ze-
rubbabeland Haggai, it was againrestoredto
the Craft, in whose possessionwe trust it

may foreverremain.

APRON PRESENTATION

This apron which you are now wearing is
essentiallywhite in color, like the lambskin
or white leather apron with which you were
presentedwhen you weremadea Mason; sym-

bolizing that purity of spirit which should
mark your conduct, and that uprightnessand
integrity that should attend your steps. It
emphasizesthat only by right living will that
secretvaultwhich you arenow erectingwith-
in yourself be a fit place in which to deposit

Divine Truth. I

But this apron is borderedwith purple, in-
dicating the high rank to which you have at-
tained. You havenow beenadmittedinto the
fellowship of Kings. Purple has ever been
the color of Kings, and indicates the power
to rule. So the purple of the SelectMaster
indicates the power to rule, not over tempo-
ral kingdoms, but over the kingdom of your
own life. The lessons inculcated in these
degreeshave enabledyou to advancefurther

in your search for MasonicLight, and have
taughtyou how the better to rule and govern
theempireof yourself.

Then let this apron ever be to you a sym-
bol of a pureheartand thepower to rule your
life, and your conduct, through theblessings
and guidanceof the secretsof Divine Truth

safely deposited in the hidden vault of your

inner consciousness. And, asyou wear this
apron within the confines of this sacredre-
treat, so may you take its symbolism home
with you, and ever wear it in your heartand

your everyday living, so that, when you take
your life’s work, that tough Ashlar, which
you have polished into the perfect Ashlar,
andpresent it to the Grand Inspectorof All,
He will take it and say: “This is a beautiful

piece of work; true work, squarework, such
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as is wanted for the building of the Temple
of Humanity.” And when, in due time, your
life’s span is o’er, and you find the entrance
to the place of wages,refreshmentandlest,

you may indeedbe found worthy, and there
receive your reward, the “well done, good
and faithful servant,” of theSupremeMaster
of the Universe.

By a steady adherenceto the important
instructions contained in this degree, you
will merit theapprobationof the selectnum-
ber with whom you are associated,and will
enjoy the high satisfaction of having acted
well your part in the important enterprisein
which you are engaged, and now having
wrought your regular hours, are admitted to
participate in all theprivileges of a 5. M.
