next 'night after this event, one Loton 'Lawsen, 
~since convicted of kidnapping Morgan, and 

_ umY in prison for the de~d). eame forward un­
der the mask of friendship; and persuaded Mor­
.pn to permit him to pay the debt, inducing 
.Morgan to believe that it was out of pure friend­
~hip, and that he would take him to his house.' , 
Poor Morgan was too credulous-he agreed to 
LawBon'sproposal-but the momeRt the latter 
lOt him out of jail, he was seized violently by 
Lawson ~nd one or two other persons, and not­
withstanding his cri~s of murder, ,vas forced 

~ into a carriage, and drove off, Jehu, like; since 
which he has not returned; nor ha ,,-e any tidings. 
been had of him, excepting, that it bas been 
clearly proved, at the last Ontario Sessions, that 
he was taken to, and confined in, the magazine 
of Fort Niagara. So far we accompany the un­
fortunate Morgan. I shall barely remark here, 
that the reason why the criminal charge was 
abandoned was, that, if they had put him into 
jail on that charge, they could not have got him 
out again, and their intention~ from the begin­
ning', to make way with him, 'would have been 
defeated. 

Now for a few words as to David C. Miller, 
the Editor of the RepUblican Advocate, at Ba­
taviA. He was engaged in printing a book­

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But to retUrn to the Lewiston Convention; 
This patriotic body, t() whom the People of the 
United States wilt hereafter look with grati­
tude, have been principally instrumental in pro­
tiucing the resulJs above stated. It consisted of 
THIBTY-EIGHT of the most respectable citizens 
of the Western District, of all parties; and, so 
far from there being any ground to charge them 
with eJ.e~tioneeriflg or selfish views, only one 
of them has come forward since as a candidate 
for office, and he has been brought forward 
by the voluntary suffrages of his friends. and 
fellow-citizens. They have just publi~hed the 
entire result, thus far, of their long, laborious, 
and important investigation, in a pamphlet of 
about eIghty pages, octavo; and I venture to 
say,tbat tltere is not an honest, sensible man in 
the United 8tates, who will not be thoroughly 
convinced, on· reading it, that Morgan was not 
only kidnapped and murdered, hut that [)avid 
C. Miller, the indepen,lent Editor of the Re­
pUblican Advocate, at Batavia, would have 
shared the fate of Morgan, had he not been 
rescued by the anti-masonic party irom the 
hands of his kidnappers.

Shante! where is thy blush ! And how COD­

you feel, after submitting to be thus degraded, 
under the vain pretence of finding light, where 
there is D8ughtbutdarkness-ofwisdo., where 
there is D8ught but folly-of truth, where there

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scicnco~ wh. there is naught Sut, quackery­
of virtue, tJvhere !here is mu~ht but vice-of 
rcligien, where 'the~' is naught but idolatory: if 
not 8t~sm and infitlelity.

. bably'lie original·objeet 0" Masonic worship ;* .t in modern times while they have generally 
pretended to believe in one God, many, if not 
~ost of them, have had no faith at all. It was 
from the tlark recesse~ of Masonry that ATHE­.M stalked abraad to blast the morals of the 
Frlnch nation; and from thence emanated, 
decked in the robes of infamy and poll4tion, 
the GODDE~S OF REA~ON, fall'3ely so called, 
to contaminate their faith, and prostrate their 
holy altars, at' the shriuesof impiety, anarchy 
an" oonfusi.! It'' was then that l?lasphemy ut­
tered her cries in the streets of Paris; it was 
then that tI'e murderer's arm was bared for the 
"'or~ of bloc)d; and that sai[}~snd p~trjots, he­
roes and sages, alike were made to perish under 
thetstr9-ke of t.he guiUotine, or fall behind the 
bars and the bolts of the dungeon,. by the hands 
of such midnight a8sa8sins as took the life of 
William Morgan! Yes, ROBES~TERRE, and DAN­

member of the .\'1edical rSocie~ies 9f Glasg'tffl, 
in Scotland, a country whichhasJong been c.­
sed with the arts and wiles, the Immorality and 
corruption of the Order; for it is the Scotch 
rite which now claims to be the old,est, and. the 
followers' of which are Ilt this moment at war, 
in Mexico, with the followers of-the York rite, 
\vhich lately found its way thither. This YO'rk 
.,.ite, is derived from the Grand Lodge of New·· 
York; it was introduced into \1exico,probably, 
by two of)Vlorgan's murderers, who are sa~d to 
have fled thither, and who bore it with them, I 
presume, as proper missionarietlfrom. the Grayd 
Lodge! But be this as it may, the learned Pro­
fessor, fo whom I have alluded, assures us, and 
I can vo~h for ~e truth of his assertion, 'that 
masonic ,lodges arc the genuine acadYlDies of 
tippling." You cannot for a moment doubtthe 
truth of this, when you reflect that most, if not 
all of om· lodges, are held in taverns or hotels;

'or tlte aged man, who has surrendered himself 
¥ictim at' the shrine of the bottle. This is th~ 
extreme of ·moral degradation. If then you 
would shun ft.vice, so eminently calculated to ru­
in JOtJ, both in ¥our temporal and eternal state.; 
you must.shun the" genuine academies" of Sa­
tan, the dark conclavesofmasonry, in which that 
vice n"ever fails, more or less, . to be taught.­
Would God, I could add, that this is the only 
voice, the infection of which is to be caught in 
those sinks of in,iquity and corruption. But 
when I recollect how often, and with what reluc­
tance, though a thoughtless young man, I listen­
ed to the .;oarse and obilcene jest, the, bawdy 
and blasphemous song; anlf how often I retired, 
in ~isgust, from those nocturnal drgies, in whicb 

. vice and obscenity laughed virtue and· modesty 
outof countenance; and even the holy script­
ures were made the theme or sowce of ,oe~asti­
cal rhy~ and sacrilegious ribaldry*: when I 
recollect these things, which are still fresh in my

laws, -if we nre sincere in what we say, we mean I 

taws not only equal in theory; but which in 
pr~tiee operate equally upon. and for tlte bene­
fit II' all ; whidL secure equal _ assessments in 
tnxatioD;'impartial.tustice in civil suits between 
manana man; and elective suffrage at the 
polls, unbiassed, by any other considerations, 
than the -relative or tom-parative virtues and 
tdrents of the candidates. To compass ail these 
bigh and important objects, jn a republican 
government, what is the duty of every citizen T ' 
Is it not to guard himself sedulous1y against all 
combinations, or associations, that shall in any 
tespeetcurtail the free and unlimited exercise· 
of. his reason; that shall excite in his breast 
passions, and prejudic;es, and partialities, in­
compatible with the exercise of a sound discre­
tion for the public good; that sHttll ,on.tract his 
views from embracing the welfare of the public 
Ii Inr~e, to that or- Dr few, a . sect, or a party i 
and those perhaps far from beIng the best por­
tion of the cornmunity t l'h~ ansftr to this 
question is obvious. How then c~n those who 
enter into a secret eOliclu~, and there pledge 
themselves to go all lengtbs, and on all OCCIl­

lions, to serve Ilnd promote eacb otber's inter­
ests ; \V~ ther&1'rofess their attaohment to this 
SECRET INSTITUTION, or ~ONCL.A VE,;. 
its hlWS arid ordinanoes, and to its members 

,coftootrttcly and mdividuaUr,forming: with. them 
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a chain of artificial. friendship, connected by 
, oaths, the promises and the penalties of which, 
are at war with all their obligation. to God­
and their country; how can they, I ask yoo, 
who are thus trammelled, thus ~ound by the 
fetters of a secret combination, go forth as as· 
sessors, as jurors, 8S ministers of justice, as 
electors, as law-gi,et's, prepared to exercise 
thase high and important .rlHlts, those vital 
functions of a free gov.ernment;-. faithfully and: 
impartially, in the spirit of patriotisDl, equity 
and justice t.. • 

History is full of proof,' that whenever and~ 
lvherever men have become firmly connecte., 
sects or parties,either religious or political. that 
their attachment to their sect o.r party, has. ex­
pelled from their breas-ts that divine spirit of 
universal charity and bl(nevolence, winch the 
Redeemer of mankind taught. his disciples;. 
and which every true Christian is bound to 
cherish. If then ordinary sects or parties, in 
pursuit of a common object, which ia not con­
cealed by any flark mantle. but well .known to· 
the Piblic at large t and the members of which 
sects or parties are .bound by nothing more 
thaD a mere ·espTit du corps; are 80 apt to lose. 
sight of -dleir· obligations to their country and 
mankind, in their blind attachment to their 8ec· 

.- tarian or party view~;- how much'more aomust 
Ihemembers of an Order, who to the 8arne 
'aprit du cO'l'ps, add the excitement, the atta. 

_ mfUlt, the partialities,. the prejudioes in fayout 
6)( each. other, which grow' out of their· petulin. 
~cret and~ mysterious rit-es and ties, the force 
fJf oaths die· most horrible, the mos& Sf • ., ... 
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sulting to tb.6 moral sense of mankind, 6S well. . 
as repugnant to the Divine and Civil Laws. 

Before I condude, on this bead, it is ipcum­
bent upon me to prove the incompatibility of 
the masonic obligations. with those which every 
citizen owes to the statc. ' 

,Whether the doctrine of expatriation be well 
founded or not, it is certain that every chizen 
owes- faithful aUegtJRnce to the laws and constio:: 
tutions of his 'country, so long as he enjoys 
their protection. How, then, S}8n allY citizen, 
who duly reflects UpOll his civic obligations, 
and means to preserve them inviplate, go into 
allllasonic lodge. Qnd there swear as follows :-

- Furthermore do 1 promise and· sweail', tha~ 
I tbill support the constitution Df . the Grand. 
Lodge of th~ United Sta"U4, and of the Grana· 
Lodge of this State, under which this Lodge . 
. -is heldt and conform to all the bye-laws, rules 
and regulations of this 0'1° any olher Lodge, of 
uM,ch I may st a'lty time hereafter bec:om6 a.

Can any thing be more' irraflional, more re­
pugnant to tbe moral sense of an honest man· 
and 6 good citizen, than this oath! fll\Jr it ~ 
musl be borne. in mind that tl}is is ·anoath of-
. initiation, at the time of taking whitb, the de­
ponent is totally ignorant of the prescriptions 
of thoso'aoBStitutions and laws, which he swears­
to support: he has not· read them; they have 
1)At. been read to him, nor' explained by· way of 
't-eclure, or i~· any other shape wh~soever: And. 
.' does he ·rushJ thus blindly, to 'he altar of.. 
darkneu and, delusion; and. swear to· support . 
. a4tlI\ ; .pnd Dot only. the constitutions and laws· 
. aTr_J made, 'ut thole whieh too!· be m~th5· 

\, 
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thereafter: And these constitutions and ,laws, , 
are those' of a private, liIecret association; Rnd 
yet "without any mental evasion, or equivoca­
tion," without any reservation of his moral or 
religious obligations, or the allegiance he owes 
to the paramount laws of his country, he swears 
roundly that he will support them, though they 
may, for aught that ,he knows, lead him to the 
commission of treason, murder, or any othel' 
felony! "Our armies swore terribly in Flan­
ders," said Sterne'~ Toby; but with all theil' 
flippancy pnd proficiency in the art, Ire_a­
sonr'!! could have taught them a lesSon they 
little dreamed of. 

The next obligation I shall quote, goes still 
further; for when the old Tempter ge~s his 
" cable-tow" about tfte neck of a subjeet, there 
is no kno" ing whither or to what he will lead 
him: And I have not the smallest doubt, that 
this obligation is the prolific source of mon­
strous crimes and corruptions, among_those 
members of the order, in particulRr, who are 

,ignorant and vicious: this oath, indeed, is 'am­
ply stlfficient to make an ignorant mRD a vicious 
man, to re'nder him the willing pander and in.:. 
strument of wickedness. . 

Furthermore, do I promise and swear, that 
a master mason's secretH, given to me in charge 
tJs such, and T knowing kim to be suck. shall re­
mainas secure and inviolable in my breast as 
in his own, m'lWder and treason excepted,' .. ~ 
they left to my own election. 

If the oath, before quoted, was shocking te 
the moral sense of an honest man IfDd a patriot, 
how much more 80 is this t If that mighJ be 
catted a leap,i~ the darli. into the regionS of' 

a. 
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iniquity, this is an open ana undisguised oath of 
fealty to crime~ and criminals of the blackest -
hue-to forgers, counterfeiters,- pick-pockets, 
sharpers, thieves andhigh-way-men; toall sorts 
of criminals, in fact, but murderers and traitors: 
and although the right to conceal or expose these 
is -reserved by the, deponent, there is not much 
reason to believe that a thQUlugh-going devotee 
at the altars of JACHIN and BOAZ would ev.er ex­
ercise it in the way of exposition; for the man 
who could conceal or harbor a thief, or a high-

- wayt'Obber, because he was a mas~ maSOD .. 

would find but little if any difficulty in stretching 
his conscience to embrace the traitor and the 
murderer.' I am, indeed, wen aware' that this 
embrace has been given, that this stretching of 
a masonic conscience has happened, because one' 
afthe murderers of Morgan, in his flight from 
justice, passed thtough' the city of Albany, nnd 
would have been arrested in it, if he had not 
been warned of his danger, and aided to escape, 
by one or more Royal Arch Masons! But let. 
the wretched out-law go where hemay,theghost 
of his-hapless victim will rise, ever and anOll, to 
his,view-and continually -!lgitated by the hor­
rors of a guilty conscience, he may exclaim in 
.the language' of Milton: . 

Me, miserable! which way shall I fly. 
Infinite wrath,aud infinited8sJl8ir? 
Which way I fl:y is hell. myself Rm hell i 
And in the lowest depth. a lower deeJl 

., Still tbreatening to devour me. OfJell8 wide, 
To which the hell I 8ulferseerns a heaven! 

.. '1'0 return to the oath: Can any faithful cit­
izen-deliberately take such an unlawful and wick­
ed-oath, as I have here. transcribed, and know 
to hqe been take.n by every master mason!_

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And if once indisoreetly taken, througb youth 
and inexperience, or otherwise; is he notboand 
to renounce it in the tirst moment of calm re­
flection, and throw off at once the restraints it 
impo~es1 Virtue, patriotism, morality and reli­
gion, all answerin the affirmative, and die 90UIl­

dest principles of law concur in the same rep •• 
In this opinion all writers on moral philosophy 
and jurisprudence are agreed, from the most ex­
alted sages of Greece and Rome, down in point 
of time to the equJllly great and able ones of 
modern Europe and in~ant America: ofthe.mo­
tIerns, G.tius, Puffendorf, Hutchinson, Paley, 
and indeed every. writer of any celebrity, all 
agree tbat unlawflll oaths are not binding;­
but are H more honored in thE: breach than 
the observance." To quote the precise words 
f)f all of these writers is not necessary; as you 
can at any time satisfy your min& by referring to 
them yourselves: but as PALEY is considered as 
good authority as any of them, attend a moment 
to' what he says :-" Promises are not binding, 
where the prpmise is UN LA WFUL. There are 
two eases of this; one, where the unlawfulll8IBs 
is Imown to the parties, at the time of making 
the promise;, as where an assassin promises his 
employer to dispatch his rival or his enemy; a. 
servant to betray his master; a pimp to procure 
a mistress; • friend ~o give his assistance in 
a scheme l)f seduction. The parties in these 
eases are not obliged to perform what the pro­
mise requires, ~ecause they were :under a prior 
.bligation to the contrary. From which prior 
4)bligation what is there to dilS~harge them ~ 
tlt-eir promise-their own act and deed-but an ' 
obligation, from which a man can discharge 
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'himself, by his ow·n act, is no obligation at all. 
The' #uilt, therefore, of such promises, lies in the 
making, Rot ita tAe breaki~g tkem; and' if, in 
the interval betwixt the promise anti the per· 
. formance, a man 80 far recovers his reflection, 
as to repent of his engagements"he ought cer~ 

. 'Illnly to break through them." , 
Mr. PALEY, who is one of the most able and 

most justly celebrated of British Divines and 
Philosophere. has in the passage I have quoted . 
conduflively I!Ihown that masonic oaths are not 
binding, because of tke rrior obligation to tile 
contrary, which every citizen owes tb his coun 4 

try, its constitution and laws; to say nothing of 
his duty to God. But in my humble opinion 
to say that the oaths in question are nugatory 
in con8equence of a prior and, if you please, 8. 

higher obligation, is not saying enough: For 
to swear to c(mceal the crime~ of ~ny man, or 
set of men, must be and is a crime a8 high at . 
least as a misdemeanor, or there is no such 
thing U8 reason, much less the "perfection of 
leason," (88 Blackstone says,) in the Jaw: But 
ft) abide by that oath, when occasion requires or 
calls for it, 18 to become, to all intents and . 
purposes, in a strict legAl sense, acce!!lsary to 
such crime!!!, and jUt~tly liable to the punishment 
G€creed for them by the legislature, or pre· 
scribed by the Common Law • 

When we contemplate, for Ii moment, tbe 
oath before us" we need no longer to wonder, 
or feel the least surprise, that 80 many crimina{ 
ma.'1oll8 have heretofore eluded justice; that .. 
many have' been able to fly effectually from the 
Jeacb of legal process; that so many, on a.a~, 
viction, hale been punishetl so leniently til 
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... arioos times ; and that so many, who have 
been sentenced to an adequatepunillhment, 
have found the meanei'of obtaining parden, and 
emerging from confinement, without any thing 
like 'a due expiation of their crimes ! We no 
longer wonder, that a wretch like'STEPHF.N Aa­
NOL~, a schoolmaster' of Otsego county, afaer 
being sentenced to death for the murder of an 
unoffendingand i~nocent little girl-one of tho 
most cruel and atrocious pri~ate murders ever 
committed in this or any other country-found 
a ho§t of jret'masons so ready to step foma. 
in his behalf; an<l a masonic legislature-likl,) 
that with which we arc now blest, and which , 
has refused its ai(1 to' bring the murderers of 
Morpn to light-ready to mitigato his punish-

, ment from death on the gallows, to confinement 
in the State Priso,l, for fourteen years, or fOl· 
Hfe; and where he died in a short time aftel': 
or I doubt not masonic sympathy for a masonic 
murderer would have procured his pardon. 

If the masonic oaths, or rather the, ~romis;-
80ry part of them, which I llave quoted, be 
destructive of fealty to ,the state; are they lilt 
equally or more so, of the principles of morali­
ty and religion. If indeed the Bible be not a 
forgery, and Christianity a fable, he who takes 
these oaths runs the most awful of all risks, 
that of being CRSt off' by his Creator, in the life 
to come: 4\nd especially when we connect witlt 
tho promises, the blasphemous and horrible 
penl\lties attached to theil' violation 1 These' 

. penalties t shall add, as they stand connected 
respectively with the several oaths of an Entered 
..tfptJTt·ntice, a jdlo'lD Craft, and a Master Ma-
lon. .

'Pa.rt of this, my solemn oath or obligation of a 
MaBter m·ason.:- so help me God, and. keep me 
stcadf~t in the due performance ef the same." 
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U these horrible oaths are not unlawful, and 
punishable as misdemeanors at least, then eve­
ry man of common sen~e must perceive, that 
our laws are extremely defective; and it is high 
time the attention of the Legislature was be­
stowed upon the subject. But I maintain that 
these obligations do fairly render _all who admi­
nister, or take them, liable to indictment and 
conviction for misdemeanor, if -not felony­
(constructive felony they certainly are, by the 
soundest rules of construction )*-and should any 
complaint be made to a grand jury against any 
officer or officers, member or members, of any 
masonic lodge, for administering or receiving 
these oaths, they would be obliged, by theil' 
I/Pths as J11,rOrS, to indict the offenders. _ 

I will fortify this position by reference to 
a period of hil3tory. in which a similar. if' net 
the same, question in all its bearings, became 
the foundation of a Neries of statutes, framed 
by our British Ancestors, to protect their civil 
and political rights.· -

An Imperi'ltm in Imper-io-in plain English, 
an Empire within an Empire, or a governmedt 
witbin a government-is not to be tolerated, ne­
ver can be safely tolerated, by any sovereignty 
or people. But the Institution, whose oaths) 
and obligations, or laws, are contl·a(lic~ory, and 
in defiance of the municipal laws of the land. 
is an Imperium in Impe'tio, to all intents and 
purposes: such isthe Masonic In~titution: Ane 
it was to prevent such an independent and dan­
gerous exercise of power within t.he realm of 
England, that the 8tntute8 of Praemunire were 
called into existence. The, were intended to 
lBuppress the CiN/. Power of the p~pa, ovet-his

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. adherents within the Empire; although the Ro­
man Catholics had no secret assembliesl nC'F 

. secret ties or rites, or mysteries of any kind, 
calling upon them. expressly or by implication, 
or in any other shape, to conceal the crimes 0" 
each other agaim;t the assumed civil authority 
of the Pope, or the legitimate oivil supremacy 
of the British constitution and constituted BU-

. thoritips. . . 
The struggle between the Pope and the gov· 

ernment, for the exercise of civil power, precise­
ly such as litiS been claimed and exercised by 
the Free Masons, in Morgan's ~ase, so far as 
that caNe goes, agitated the British" empire 
through a" number of ~uccessive reigns, and 
produced th.e most serious, injuries to the peac~ 
and tranquillity of too nation. Either in a civR' 
Ot ecclesiastical shape it kept the government 
in constant broils, 8n~ consequent terror and 
alarm, from the reign of Henry I. if no earlier, 
down to t~at of Henry VIII. So far was this 
ImplJf"ium in Imperio car,riHd at one time, that 
Pope Innocent III. demandf'd of John the re· 
fijgnati(m of his kingdom, as St. Peter's Pafri· 
mony! and this extravagant demand \"fas ac· 
~eded tO~8nd the pUliillan~mous "Monarch 
re·accepted" his sceptre from the hands of the 
Papal Legate,to holtl as the vassal of the Holy 
See, at the annual r-ent of a thousand marks :'t 
And I venture to predict, that our government 
Jl,ill yet be called upon· by the Grand Kings, 
I"nd Grand High Priests of the Holy OriUr of 
Bt. John of Jerusalem, to submit to similar 
outrages, if they be not checked in their career •. 
Mot to re~urn.. AW!ough his predecessors had 
tamqly ~u~m~tted to the Pop!sh i'mpenum In 

• 
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wtptrlO, Edward t. had the patriotism and the 
spirit to make' a bold~ and to a great extenf, 
effectual resistance. He'treated with contempt 
and ridicule all Papal bulls and proces8es. He 
aimed the axe at the root of the evit He exe .. · 
euted one of his subjects, as a tr&itor, for hav-' 
ing obtained a bull of excommunic~ti(Jll against 
another; pretty much such a bull as .as latell 
issued by a masonic lodge against Mr. Hollise 
ter:* And finally, in the thirty-fifth year of his 
reign, was made the first. Statute against this 
Cuckoo 80rt of intrusion or interference with 
the civil law~ and' rights of tfle PGltple; and' 
which formed the foundation of aU the subse­
quent statutes of Phz-mu,nirr.. Although the 
struggle was still- carried on; yet the. Pope Wag 
'Worsted from time to time, till he waS' obligetl 
tOWlurrender altogether his claims to' civil' pow. 
er; nod finallPto that of' ec.:iesiastic.al. Tile 
memory of Edward I. should never be oblite· 
rated from the minds of Englishmen. He was 
justly called the founder as well as restorer .r· 

- their laws: And notwithstanding Popish ;8'4'" 
premaC'lj had acquired a more dangerous in ... 
ifuence, if possible, over the minds of a vast 
portion of the people, than Mascmic SupremacJ' 
bas as yet acquired among us; .. yet (in thO'; 
language of Blackstone) it vanished into Doth·'· 
ing, when the eyes of the fl'Jople were a little­
epened, and they set themselves with vigour to' 
'i)ppose it. So vain' and ridiculous is the at,\' 
lempt tu live in society wit~out acknowledging' 
~e,obligation, which it lays us under-; and to' 
effect an'entire independence of that civir8ta~ 
whish prCiltects Us in all our' rights. and gives' . . 

• See' -eoea. lIOca ~ *4' -If 
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us every other liberty; tkat only ezceptea of" 
dupiling the ,ltJ'UJB of the community." 

Thus we see, my young countrymen, that the 
TlAJlA was defea~e~ in its attempts to keep up­
a. government WlthlD a government-a Papal . 
Law, in ogposition to the Municipal L~w of the 
land-by our British ancestors; and let us, their' 
posterity, take care that the Masonic Law shall 
Dot triumph oYer our Municipal Law, by which· 
I mean bere the whole system of constitutional 
liberty, w.hich was purchased for us by the' 
blood of oW" fatbers,: And"this brings me back. 
once more to the Masonic Oaths. 

These oaths, which bind those who take .them 
to keep the l'Iecrets of masonry, right or wrong; 
at'& 'lot o"nly unlawful, and therefore 'Void ab· 
,initio (from the beginningl as the law has i\;. 
but I go further, and by fair construction, be- ' 
lieve thenl to be not merely mala prohibita­
acts of which human policy or expedrency only 
dep1ands the prohibition-but mala in Be-acts 
wicIied in themselves, and before the existence 
of social compacts, being determined so by the' 
laws of God: For if it be a thing ~icked in it­
s~lf to murder a fellow-creature; ,then it must 
be so to administer or take an oath-whether 
it be extra-judicial and unlawful or not-with 
lhe.penalty of de~h annexed to the breach of 
j~; and on the part of those who take and 
break it, to submit quietly to be murdered. 
No duly constituted civil power can, have the 
right to acdministersuch an oath, much leu 
4ny pri",ate secret association. It is destruc­
tive of all the elements of socilll existence, in­
sulting to die mornl sense pC mankind, and to 
the purity, benevolence and mercy of HIM' who 
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ereafed us. A way, then, for ever, with this hor;.. 
rible notion, this moral, and political, if" nol re­
ligious heresy, that a Free Mason, or any other 
man, has the right to set at defiance the Law 
of God-THou SHALT NOT COMMtT MURDER-by. 
contracting away his life, and thu!!! voluntarily 
consigning his· soul to eternal perdition, and· 
1Unging fro!ll him (so far as bis own act .joes) 
the all-graCIOus atonement of the Redeemer! 

But enough, for the present, of the unlawful,. 
},arbarous and blasphemous oaths, which grace . 
the code of ,the- " most ancient and honoul"O.blc 
fraternity," of which hea¥n t,r earth can boast, 
if we believe the vain-glorious arid fool-hardy 
assertions of its inflated holiday trumpetors. 

I have thus shown sufficient, I presume, t~ 
satisfy you, at least all of-you who possess nrtue­
and good sense, that you cannot enter into the 
Masonic Association, with06t incurring the risk 
of life, if conscience should afterwards prompt. 
you to perform· y.our duty fe~rlessly as men and 
citizens-without violating that self-respect 
which is one of tJle brightest geIDf in the hu­
man character, so lo-ng as it does.llot degene­
l'ate into vanity and false pride-without incut.­
ring the risk of losing the respect and e8te~m 

;t of society, by a course of di&sipation-without 
betraying the rights and liberties of your Qotin­
try, by contracting obligations which destroy 
your fealty to her civil and political lawS': And 
finally, that you cannot hold fellowship with . 
Free Masonry, unless the Bible· be a forgery 
and Cfuistianity a fable, without violating your -
doty to your Divine CreatQr and: Redeemer. 

For all thelle sacrifices, which you must 
make, if you join tbe Order in earaeet,and 
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zealously adhere to it, what adequate r.eturn 
can Free Masonry make to you r t answer, not 
any-4not the shadow of a return. She can af­
ford you no rational entertainment in her dark 
retreats; no new principles of science; no food 

,for ,the mind, or the soul, in her ridiculous mys­
teries. Science of her own she has none. All 
her lights are borrowed. What she pretends 
to hi~ from the world in her dark conclaves, 
is not worth lifting the veil to come at, cspe­
,cially when she calls .on you to loosrn your 
purse-strings, and squander your money for 
every peep you take at' her Tush-light " under 
a lndhel.'" What her trumpetors, her orators, 
from those who are die most exalted in talent, ~ 
~own to the wild'est fanatical, or the meanest 
hireling scribbler. who has wielded his pen in 
justification· of her murder~us career: what 

, these, I say, f4ave avowed' as her principles, are 
DO more her property than they are Y-Our8 or 
mine. She stble them from the Mosaic code, 
tlte pages of the Patriarchs and ,the Prophets-­
from the Persian su..,..'worshippers; from the 
heathen arid f'agan Philosoph'; and the Chris­
tian Revelation! And how she has acted' up to 
them, let her 'midnight revels and debaucheries, 
anar the graves. of h~r murdered victims an- , 
S"'.! We can follow her example, if base 
.enough to claim what is not our own, and steal 
and borrow from the same sources, without 
GOnfessing the crime, or acknowledging the 
.bligatibn. So far indeed from being her own, 
she hfts not even the second-hand merit of' pre-
. sening them in their original purity aneT !ub­
liPlity. ~'hey have (Med in her halltf.CJ as the

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brightest gem of Golconda wQuld fare ill flJe 
soiled hand, the dusky grasp of a son of Vulcan. 

The universal and sublime principles ofcha­
I"ity and benevolence whieh Plato,. as well as 
Paul, enforced at Athens, she Ii mits and contracts 
to t!pse only who have beeo'lftught in her sci­
entific retreats the grand opvration of drawing 
the right hand acrOli$s the tip of the chin, ana 
giving the pass-grip n·t the doors of her temples 
of darkness and delu!'1ion. As her benevolence 
is stinted to her own house-hold, and her chari­
ty beg.ins at home; so· is her chastity of .e 
some pure and immaculate description~ hence­
her noviciates, whpn they appro8Ch her noctur­
nal altars are sworn not to violate the tPerstflls 
of the wives or dlt~hters of. the mysl!ic broth­
erhood. knowing them, to he the witJes or daugh­
tersofthe said hrother/wod; but are left at full / 
liberty to seduce and corrupt, withQlltthe shield 
of any masonic tie for their pIOtflcti6>n, tac wives 
and daughters of any or 814 beyond the pale of 
this brotherhood: these are her mOgll 8nd iIt­
tellectual beauties·! Her reli~ion. it .. needfess 
to speak of.-for she has non.e-:-she IleVef ltad 
30y. She can embrace, with eqWlI, .-61or, tht 
ttheist, the Dei~t, the di8citJles of the Arabi~ 
Impostor, olthe followers ofJoan~a SQUthcote. 
LUCIFER himself would filld.admittance to her 
honors, her rites and hf'r mysteries, if he ballot 
indeed the father of them, ifhe had but scrip OP 
silver in his purse, to pay the fees of initiation. 
Since, then, in her ~p_eculative.' IOOfal and intel­
lectual science,.he can.afford J0q.nothing;w,orlh 
sptlndin~ your tim~ and your ~oney ftlr; sJlr~· 
1, vou wJlI not call upon her lO teacll YOIl tile 
operative or ilacJifal ose.t 'he ,q~8Ie allt! the. 
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~pass, tbe guage and the beviI: For of these 
again·she knows nothing more than their mere 
forms, which ISbe has learned from the hierogly­
phics on her walls, or from seeing -them in the 
hands of those honest practical mechanics who 
know how to use them, without any t.hanks to 
her.eaching; and were she to attempt their 
practical application, she would cut the figure 
of the monkey which in a barber's shop had the 
temerity to attempt the handling of a razor se­
eundem artem! I f, then,· my 'young country­
m"n, for her speculative science, in its purity, 
you must go'o .\Iloses and the Prophets-to Da­
vid and Solorrlbn-to Plato and Socrates-to 
Jems cerist and his Apostles: so, forthe prac­
tical scieflce of masonry,you must call, not at 
her ~oor, but to that of some honest, industri-: 
ous and sensible brick-layer; to such a man' ~ 
you must get; in preference to any of her teach­
ers, many of4Whoni, in any sense, are scarcely 
qualified f6r hod-meA, being as stupid as mules, 
and as fgn8rant as Hottentots. I profess no­
classical ~ucation, or discipline.. Cast off an 
orp'l18n, w'ttl>out, parent to guide, or friend, or 
llenefactot, to aid me in commencing my care. 
"life, my youth Wfts devoted to manual labor; 
and my 8ubsequent iime has been full of busi­
ness,cares,'Pleasu.sand perplexities: but witll 
a11 these disadvantages, I fear not to challenge 
~e fIlost learned clm.mpion of her cause, to show 
a single feature in her system, which is worth 
preserving, and- ( will sh,)w that it does not be-
10lig to her. tbnt "he is indebted for it to other 
sources than her-own prolifio invention or ge­
nius; 8;nd finally,01ItAitt she has not, in anysense 
What~ver> the l~ast 'pretensioIi,o "e gratitude 
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Qf the mcehaDie, the respect Qf the plaiJosopber, 
or the veneration of the saint. 1'0 test the 
truth of what I here advance, 1 think I may 
safely trust to your own good sense, if you re­
lIeet, for a moment, that the tree is known by its 
fruit; and will take the pains, whenever you see 
one of her. pageants, Of' processions, moving 
through the streets, to discriminate between the 
men of talents and intelligence who compose itt. 
and tbose who are stupid, illiterate, and igno­

it imp,*ant to do so. WASHINGTON, therefore.: 
might have been seduced into it, as thousands 
have been to their ruin and regret. But if this 

. be not the fact, stm I am at no loss for an and • 
> sw:er, and a very conclusive one. though it re­
dects no honor upon Free Masonry. WAsII­

INGTON, like a t~usand other men, yea, tens of 
thousands, heard of an institution which vaunt­
ingly inscribed MYSTERY on its portals; and 
which affected the knowledge of wonderful se­
crets, calculated to make all *ose who shofttd 
possess them both the wiser and the better for 
the discovery. WASHINGTON, who was a ma­
thematician bynature, aswell as a manofgen., 
waS' of course, more thap the generality of man­
kind, in 'search after truth or wisdom; for the 
disciples of Euclid, and of Arphimedes, are of 
all others t.he most eager to come at conclu­
sions founded literaUy and Slrictty on eXj'" 
ence. WashiHgton, therefore, in conformIty to 
that spirit of curiosity whicll is, na,1ural, in the 
first place, to aU the brighter part of our spe­
cies, anlf henr.e is so predominant among wo-. 
men; but which in him existed with two-folcl 
force from his lova of lIlathematical sQience:' .. 
Washington, I say, under these impressiori.~ 
which are always irresistible, determined toe:t';' 
pi ore the mysteries, the hidden treasures of 
wisdom. which Free Masonry was supposed ·to 
passel3s. He did 80. But where is the evi~' 
dence that he learned anI' tiling usefnl, which~ 
he did not know before, and better knQw than' 
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he could learn it nt her altars. In her thread­
bare remnants,. her hieroglyphica} fragments, ot· 
experimental or demonstrative science or art, 
could he who had ma~tered Euclid and Emer­
son, find any hidden or concealed lightti And 
as to her speculative, or moral science, or prin­
ciples (if speculation deserves in any shape the 
name of science,) could the sage who had fol-

. lowed Moses and the Prophets, and the Priests 
of Israel to the seats of the lawgiver, and the 
temples of the living God ; who~ in profane loret , 

had communed with Demosthenes and Cicero 
at the forum and in the senate; who@e mind " 
had commingled with the spirits of Socrates 
aDli of Plato, .ne.J:heir labours of the academic 
shades; whose intuitive genius had followeu 
Newton in his sublime theory of gravitation; 
LQQ.ke iiil his unparalle.Ied researches into the 
naMre of the humail intellect; and Bacon. tile' 
father of Modern Science, in the profounq, 
depths of his inducttve philosophy: And final­
ly, could the Patriarch, as well as the Hm\) of 
11.0ul)try, who ~ad drank deep at the. Foun­
tain Of Light, which emanated from the Divine 
l\lission. oftqe Redc¥mer of Mankind; for W Bsh­
ington, to the valour of the hero, the virtue of the 
patriot;, and the wisdom of the sage, ad'fted the 
faith and .the graces of the Christian; and was not 

• ashamed, with a)) his ililperishablc gIOl'Y, to take 
up the cross, and bear it meekly in the presen~e of 

. hi~count1'Jand his God-. could such a man ,I ask, 
th,Us gifted, thus endowed, both by nature and 
ed~catioJl-could he, the phristian Philosopher, 
the. profound scholar, the great naturalist, the 
de~i~ed Father qf-lVs Country, find a solitary 
rUl ~,spring, at. which. to aUsT much less to 
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slake his thirst· for improv(;ment, in the scien­
tific and moral deserts whiQh comprise the 
domains of Free Masonry t I boldly answer, 
NO; he cf)uld not; he did not. And did 
'Vashington ever bend his mind' upon Free 
Masonry, after he had been permitted, for a 
price, to lift the veil which concealed her" a'll1-

. .rul and. sublime mysteries," as they nrc styled 
by some of her -noodle-headed holiday trum­
peters? To this again, I boldly answer, NO. 
~.rhe gravity of his character; tlie calm nnd 
sedate wisdom that sat upon his brow; the 
dignity of soul which had placed him at the 
head of a Republic, and the love of truth, which 
had ever been his ruling passion, at once and 
fore~e ... forbade b-im to seek any further inter-

. course with the disciples of the ORDER, as such, 
or to continue his devotions at -their altars of, -
ignorance, quackery and imposture. I will ven­
ture to assert, that GEORGE WASHINGTON, after 
his initiation,. never entered a Lodge Room with. 
any other view than that of mere social intel'­
course, or common-place court-esy: nor do I 
believe, that he ever entered it with' these views 
ten times in the course of his long aad invalll" 
able life. Masonic Editors, and Masonic Om­
tors, boast of his fellowship with the fraternity, 
and give, as a proof of it, the polite reply which 
he once made to an address from a .lodge. 
The address was one of these common-place _ 
aJl'airs, which happen ahnost every day; and 
the answer was of course such as a. well­
bred man, and especially a' benevolent man, 

- would always give on a similar occasion. 
The laws()f Free Masonry had not at that 

. time compelled the murder of MORGAN; nor 
had her other midnight murders of SMITH and 
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MURDOCK been brought to light.* I will vouch 
for it, that were that immortal sage, hero, patriot 
Bnd christian, now among us, he would blush to 
the cheek bone, to be seen elothed in the trappings 
of the usurping and blood-stained OR ORR. I 
doubt, indeed, whether he ever was' seen clothed 

, in those trappings. The native dignity of his 
sou~ revolted at all unmeaning, frivolous an d 
contemptible pageantry; and his philosophic 
mind, his enviable, lofty and Mublime geniUl~, 
soared as far above all the petty and the paltry 
science, the stolen and disjointed fragments, or 
gingerbread work, of speculative Masonry, as 
the majestic eagle of our clime, soars beyond 
all meaner' birds:, Yes, I repeat it, as the flight 
of the eagle is to thllt of the titmouse or the 
spa\"row, was the soul of George Washington 
above the pretended secret science, and the ful-

• some, degrading, and mysterious rites of Free 
Masonry! . 

But still more effectually to. deprive Free 
Masonry of the support she deri-ves from the 
name of WASHINGTON, I shall rrow turn that 
j~stly venerated name directly against her '; 
and for this purpose it is only necessary, to 

. refer to the farewell address of the Father of 
his Country. IQ a former work of mine I !)laid 
_IC whenever posterity shall be so lost, as to. 
forget the virtues of those times, Ilnd degene­
rate into slaves,. the Legacy of Washington 
will prove the torch that shaH light them to the 
tOlllbs of their fathers, and the temples of liber­
ty." But little did I. think, when thus express­
ing myself, that 'without waiting for posterity. 
it would, in my own day, becoms my own la-

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bour, and my sacred duty, to hold up tbat work, 
as a beacon to my young countrymen, to warn 
them from the paths of perdition, the nocturnal 
conclaves of licentiousness and corruption; 
whence I venture to predict will yet emerge, 
clothed in -the robes, and wearing the sword 
of royalty, the fir1'lt USURPER, whoever he may 
be, that shall trample our lifierties in the dust, 
and erect a throne upon their ruins. Such, at. 
least, will be .the event, jf~he people do not 
take time by t}te forelock, and provide an ef­
fectual constitutional remedy, o~ preventative: 
this, in my humble opinion, would be -best 
effected, by amending our constitutions, both 
state and federal, so that no man should be, 
allowed to hold any office of honour or profit, 
under them, who would not, in assuming the 
duties of it, swear to and subscribe a declara­
tion-in addition to the oath or oaths now in 
use-that he was not then a MEMBER, and 
would not thereafter become ONE of any SE­
aREt, SELF-CREATED COMBINATION 'U)katsoef)er~ 
Some constitutional provision like this, but . 
more guarded, perhaps, 'as well as more dilated. 
so as not to infringe upon the liberty of the 
citizen, in attempting the more effectually to I 

secW'e it, I do not hesitate to say, is indispen-
,sable to the salvation of our civil and political 
rights. Without it they are sure to fall evebt­
'ually beneath the bloody sword of some USURP­
ER-some GRAND KING-some KNfGHT of tke 
RED CROSS, or the BLACK BANNER, or the HOLY 
GHOST !-(blasphemous as it is, this is.,.ene.f 
tbe titles of Free Maa.nry)-as that L~- now 
raise my warning voice, to prevent you, my 
young countrymen, from becoming the dupes,

and the victims of deception, and the laws of' 
God and my country from being again trampled 
upon, as they lately have been with impunity, 
by bru"al masonic ruffians, and midnight con­
spirators! 

But to return :-What says the Farewell' Ad­
dress, the invaluablc LEGACY, bequeathed us by 
the FATHER OF HI S COl'NTRY 1 It warns us, in 
that clear and emphatical language, which cha­
acterises all that Washington over said or wrotc t 

to" BF.WARJ.: OF SECRET ASSOCIATIONS, 
under whatever plausible character," because 
" they arc liable to become, in. tke course- of time 
and thil1,g.~, potent engines, bY'l.lJhich cunning, 
ambitious and unprincipled men tIJili be enabled 
to s'lwvert tke pOlfJer of the people; and 'ltS1l1]J to 
themselves Ute reins of government." In tho 
language of a brother Editor, anti onc of the 
few who deserve well of their country on this 
question-I mean the Editor of tho Monistowll 
Palladium of Liberty-" When we hear him 
r If' askington] uttering a farewell ,warning to 
his, countrymen, to BE\VARE OF ,SECRET 
~OMBJNATIONS, what are we to suppose he 
means 1 \Vas it, a dream of the imagination that 
flitted beforc the mind of the illustrious sage­
or was it some reality, VIe effects of whica he 
dr~aded 1 What SECRE''f COMBINATION existed in 
(fUr count1·y at that time, txcept MASONRY 1-
And who was so likely to understand its dan­
gerous tendency, as he who understood its '1nys­
teriouscnergies. t 'Ve have never writtenn sen­
tence so severe against masons: And we again 
,ask, for whom was it iiitended by \Vashington, 
thn great, the good, the prudent, if not for the' 
masonic fraternity 1 unless intended for them, it 
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could mean nothing ; and Washington never:" 
uttered a caution, when no. danger threatened.'Z 
Well may I now exclaim, that the time has al­
l'eady arrived, wIlen the LEGACY of W a~hingtoD 
must preve the. torcb, that shall light us to the 
tOlubs of our fathers. and the tern pIes of liberty! 

And now it is, "'perhaps, tim~ that you ask.-If 
the science and the secr:ets of Free Masonry be 
so ·worthless, why was the hapless Morgan kid- , 
napped an~ murdered for publishing apart of 
the latter, and threatening ~o publish the rest 1-

This question is likewise easily answered. 
The ill-informed, uneducated, or weak meo, 

who think them valuable--and whose weakness 
and delusion are to be pitied by aHgenerous 
minds-. are in general seriously and fanatically 
attached to them. 'rhis portion, you may rea­
sonably suppose, consJitu~es a vast majority of 
the Order. On the other hand, the kmtves and 
hypocrites, who know tlIeir emptiness and 
worthlessness, but who nevertheless make 
money by retailing them; they s~e clearly, in 
such revel.ations as those of Morgan, the total 
de~truction of their craft-their trade. These 
are the genuine, if not lineal, descendants of De­
metrius, the silversmith, who played the same 
game..so successfully at Ephesus, in the time 
of the Apostle Paul, who was accused by this . 
Demetrius of spoiling his "trade, in the same 
manner that Morgan has· spoiled the trade of 
his modern ·posterity-by telling, the truth, 
Then, . again, the designing politicians, who 
laugh in their sleeves at the folly, and perhaps 
secretly despise the knavery of too many of·· 
their" brethren ;" nevertheless find, or at least 
have found, in by-gone times, their popularity 

.. 
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and power~' in exchanging the d'lU-g'Uards, and 
grips, and gefl,'Ujlexions-(like those of a mon­
key's tail)-with the weak vessels of the Order 
-the children of six feet-whQ sip the genuine 
milk of masonry with the pap spoons of Jachin 
and Boaz! This brief reply to the last ques­
tion, is sufficient, I trust, to satisfy you, 'why 
Morgan was murdered: And if thus satisfied, 
letme earnestly entreat'yoll, my young country­
men, as you revere the tombs and the memo­
ry of your ancestors, as you lov~ the liberty, 
which they bled and died to establish, as you 
believe in the religion of your blessed Re­
dee.mer, and hate the devil, and aU his works 
of darkness; not only to abstain from Free Ma­
sonry yourselves, but to withhold your votes at 
the polls from all who do not r~nounce it open­
ly, or convince you that they are beyond the 
reach of its malign influence. The universal 
prevalence of such a spirit as this, I deem es­
sential to the preservation of our repllblican in­
I!Ititutions: For haV'ing seen what Masonry has 
done, we know what she is capable of doing;' 
and may clearly perceive what she will do here­
after, if the present excitement be not kept up 
against her, till she renounces her midnight 
orgies and altars, her fulsome and wicked mys­
teries, and her Jesuitical desigIls; or is totally 
.efeated ,in them by the good sense aqd pa­
triotism of the community. 

Having taken this brief view of Free Ma­
lIonry-brief, indeed, but.true so far as· it goes 
-let us take a look-a me're glimpse must suf­
fice for the present-at the secret history ef . 
Iter temples of dissipation and delusion. 

What is the seere' history of most of the-
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Lodges whien ha.ve been· established among U8 ~ 
Is it such as to command our respect for the pu­
rity of their origin; for the motives wlaich have 
actuated those who were the firstto procure their 
eharters, and commence their operations. As 
to the grand source of all the present sta.teand 
local charters, or cd«stitutions, in ihis country, 
we find it to have been a Grand ConfJention­
for every thing connected with the· Lantbskin 
Order, is necessarily grg,nd-held at Hartford, 
onthe fourth Wednesday of January 1798, and 
composed of delegates from all the Northern 
States, including New-York .. It is indeed te­
Jparkable, that Hartford should have been the 
seat of a Masonic, 8S well as a Blue Light, con- . 
spiracy against the laws aud liberties' of this 
country; and it is to be hoped, that a people, 
so respectable, virtuous and enterprising, may 
yet take measures to wipe off for ever the odillln 
of having given birth to t~o such monsters in 
the Moral World, as modern Masonry and 
blue-light Federalism: But be this as it may, if 
we examine, for a moment, the cause which has 
produced the multiplication of lodges, till we 
meet with-one or more, in almost every sl1)all 
v.illage throughout the country; we shallfi.nd 
them to have been the offsprin~ of the meanest 
of motives, as they have invar18bly become the 
prolific parents of the worst of vices, if not the 
vilest of crimes. ' 

Whenev"er and wherever a "mage s.tarts lip, 
morality and gooo order, aswell afWeligion and 
piety, very. properly require the erection of a 
cburch : ·this is c91lsonant to virtue, reason and 
sound policy, as well as the duty we owe to our 
God. The spire of tae .villa"e church, is the 
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first thing wbich strikes the eye of the pious tra­
veller; and as it modestly rises, pointing to ·the 
Christian's heaven, he beholds in it an emblem 
of the hope within him, and a pleasing proof of 
the progress of piety and civilization. ' 

The next thing. if not in order of timo the 
first, which though a convenience to the travel­
ler, too often becQmes a nuisance to the neigh:. 
borhood, is the erection of a tavern: And what 
n~xt t , The village does not always gr.ow 
rapidly-the travelling is not always good­
and there aro sometimes but few travellers, 
when it is good: in proportion, too, as the 
church flourishes, the tavern fades. The land-

.. lord finds his custom not quite equal tohia wants, 
much lesshiswishes Something must be done 
-Bome. contrivance hit upon-and our countfy­
men are not backward at contrivance-to in­
ellease his cm .. tom and his coffers, to- diffuse in ~ 
larger quantities the stimulus which fills his kegs 
and decanters; and to pocket in return the loose 
Qhange of the way·faring man, or the fool who 
heeds not the warning voice of the Prophe~­
Wo 'II/nto them that rise up early in the morn­
ing, that they mayfollow strong drink. 

()ur wary Landlord, therefore, if he be not a 
FreeMason-if he has never ImowD the mysto­
rious sensations that seize the young and ar­
dent" candidate," when he learns to lisp those 
sublime cabaliptics, JACHIN and BOAz-imme­
diately determines to be(J()m.e a member of the 
Lambski"" fraternity. . Full of the matter, he 
Joses no time in repairing to the next village 
or city, or wherever there is a Noodle Manu­
factory established, and gets. himself initiated 
into the sublime mysteries of the ancient and 
honorable Oroft. Tb do justic~ to his head, 
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however, he does noi mean to become a NOD­
dle himself; but to learn the art of making 
Noodles of others. 'rhe bright eye-the daz­
zling sun-the. milder crescent, and the seven lit­
tle twinkling stars, are now seen to decorate his 
sign~board, which almost feels amazed at find­
ing itself the bearer of so many· gilded ana 
mysteriohs images; and which are held out a8 
so many monitors to the traveller, or villager, 
that within there dwells a man, whose heart is 

. so generous and ·tender, that he wiH feftst them 

. on the smiles of benevolence, as well as .the 
sweets of small-beer,· brandy and beef-steaks. 

Brotlter Lambski91, is now fully prepared to 
give the sign manualat the tip of the chin,and 
the mysterious grip; and to seduce tho~e, who 
are so wise a8 to know how to anwser his signals, 
to rise 'ttp early inthe morni'ngto buy his strong 
(Z,-ink. But'as there may not be enough of such 
asses or cattle, in the village or vicinity, to make 
the speculation equal his benevolent. design in 
joining the fraternity; hit soon recollects, that 
JlO has a garret entirely vacant, inhabited only 
now and then by a few erratic rats and mice, 
and perhaps a half-starved cat, (watching for 
]wr prey in the upper story. as her master watch .. 
·os for his below,) not one of which has ever 
turned its attention to the mysteries of mason­
lOY; but which are now in a fair way to meet on 
a level with the sons of light ; for • ingenious 
publican has hit upon the expedient ofturnin, 
his empty garret into a Lodge Room, getting a 
ello.rter from the Grand Lodge-that focus of 
iniquity and corruptioni.and himself,with two or 
three of bis sly associates, CQD~tuted • aster, 
W"rdcns, aad'trtasllrer, !In'th.._~otebe~ 
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jmportant objeet,but rather Qne of "the cltieJ keys 
fl.r the concern." He now begins to realise the 
fruition of his golden dreams in joining the Or­
~er. He goes to work, in good earnest, at ma-

. king/ree masOfts, as well as retailing Julips­
and every" blind candidate" that he leads to the 

.altar, adds one to his Julip customers! 
Thus the young and heedles; villager is first 

lured to the door, whose steps lead down to the 
gates 0/ hell !-industriou~ mechanics are se­
duced frolD their workshop~-the farmer, in the 
vicinity, is taught to think more of prying int. 
the secrets of the lodge, than of ploughing his 
land-wives are deserted by their hUl'lbands, at 
a time when their society is most expected at 
the domestic fire-side-and children are left to 
go ragged, and without sustenance or educa- j 

tion-that our Grand Village NeC'l"omancer, 
our wholesale nnd retail dealer in JJlystery, 
Moonshine and Mixed Liquors, may revel and 
wax fat, and flourish upon all this fol1y and 
wickedness of his own creation: A nd thus, 
when compared with the truly useful and indis-

o pensable village church, the old saw is com-
pletely realised:- . 

" Wherever God erects a hOllse of praJ er, 
" The Devil comes, and builds a tp-mple there." . 

Our hero is now in the full tide of successful 
experiment; and the sun, moon, and twinkling 
stars on his. en-board, Ire but. faint emblems 
of his aspiring hopes. With a troop of Noo­
dles at his heels, he emerges from the bar room. 
to the bench, as a Justice of the Pence, or • 
County Judge; O!' leaps over the head of maor 
a better. man i~-tb.e halls. of legislation, as a 
l'Wive.a t.~(')Jie! WeU Iblfy ~e put OB 
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a solemn face, as Cromweltdid when. stooping 
to find his cork-screw, he made his fanatical in­
truders believe he was kneeling to pray; well, I 
say, may our hero, when surrounded by his 
.lupes in the garret, sing with all needful aravity. 
and ,rimace :-

" Hail'Masonry divine; 
GI.,rl;of ages shine, 

Ldiig mayst (hou reign: 
Whcre'er tby.lodges sland, 
May they h,,\'e great command, 
And always grace the land, 

TlunJ AliT divine .''' 
'This is a brief, but pretty fair history of the 

rise and progress of perhaps nine tenths of our 
'COuntry temple!:! of fatuity: motives of a simi­
lar Dature, bearing, in many cases, upon differ­
ent 'objects, both political and mercenary, have 
no doubt given rise to all the city Lodges; from 
the GRAND FOCUS, tothe most insignificant 
retreat of midnight mystery and moral turpi-
tude. . . 

For example, let us take a glance at the AL­
BANY LODGE, some thirty years ago. 

In the olden time of purity and simplidty, 
when Ure popl\latioll of Albany was composed 
whollyof a strictly industrious, 'moral and reli­
gi()us people, so silly and so wicked a thing as 
Free Masonry, I presume, was not thought of 
among them. Our ancient Burghers had too 
Bluch good sense to be attracte~·by such a con­
temptible illusion; and too muchf-.of good 014' 
Netherland honesty and piety to think of spee­
ulating in so vile a. commodity. There was in­
.eed between the stern virtue of the Pilgrims, 
who first landed on Plymouth Rock, and the 
~it:it of the early settlers of Albany, 80 stronr 

., S', . ' . 
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aresemblanee':':"'that deeply is it to be regretted, 
that tlieir posterity have' not all imbibed' and 
oherished the love of trutli, the undefited integ­
rity, the sober, inoral and in'dustriolls habits, 
and the unaffected· piety, which animated and 

. sustained, through so many perils and privations, 
'those early and intrepid visitants to the ~horea 
of a barbarous and benighted region. 'It is pro­
bable, however-I have not time at present to 
ascertain the fact precisely-that during the 

• war of'56, or some other military epoch, Free 
Masonry may have slyly crept in among the AI. 
banians, through the agency of the epaulette: 
for it has been one of the succe~sful artifices of 
the Craft, to teach young soldiers, that they 
would derive advantage in the hour of peril or 
extremity frorD i,ts due-gards and grips. In 
fact, wbeIl they find appeals to the curiosity and 
oredulity useless, they 'c'an stoop to alarm the 

, cowardice of those whom they wish to ensnare. 
The GRAND LODGE of the, state, it appeltrs, 

received its first charter from the Du.ke of Athol, 
dated London, 5th September, A. L. (year of 
Light) 5781.* To have said A. D. (yea·(.of o·ur 
Lord)" 1781, would not have comported with 
the Ducal, the Royal origin of an Institution, 
which soars above the humble, though heaven­
born religion of our Redeemer. But be this 
'as.it may, Free Masonry, I t>elieve, madeno fi­
gure in A1bal!I till aftQr the close of the revolu-
tion. Nobod1 heard· of it-nobody thought of 
i~-nobody would have thought of it-bad it 'not 
been .for a clever Dutch Lawyer, who wan,ted to 
multiply his clients, nnd a shrewd yankey tavern! 
Iteeper, willing to increase his bar-r,oom circle-: 
tftese sage calculators put their h~ads together;

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and having the~selves ;learn,e4, t~ ';' ,rt, tf8~e 
and mystery" of the Oraft, they ~oon per~y8.", 
,aed, 8', few simple' and cr~dl..llous meD, tha~ t1l.ey 
,could open their eye's to am.arvellous light, whi~h 
they had under a bushel, in a 'certain garret~­
Thus the revival commenced. ' , . 
':! Shortly after, there came aloAg~(in .191-'9~) 
. ..-a very, ingenious brothel" Yaf1key ormme, witS 
-wpom ~ had been slightly ~cquaint~d before he 

'settled here, who worked lfl. leather ~nd ;paste-
, board on some occasions; at paper-staimng on 

others; and like many of our sun~rising brethren, 
knew how to make an honest penny at the same 
time in several other ingenious but lawful pur­
suits. To do him justice, he had a versatility of 
faJent; and nature had bountifully endowe4 him 
~ith sagacity and foresight. He ,had read J a­
chin and Boaz, honest Samuel Pritchard's Ma­
sonry Dissected, the Three Distinct Knoclcs, and 
several other luminous treatises, and none the 
more luminous for being true portraits of Free 
Masonry! He perceived, at a smgJe glance, that 
those who could believe. for ,a moment, in the 
utility of such trash and'm.ummery, must be fit 
subjects for him to speculate· upon: hence he 
was not long in m.aking llP his mind to, join the 
aforesaid Lawyer and Publican, that a trio might 
be formed. who could very adroitly ,aid each 
other's views. The coalition was no sooner con­
ceived than it was consummated~ and our hero 
,!8S elevated (being a rar~ genius) in the twink..; 
ling of an eye, to 'the hIghest, ,or one of the 
highest niches, in ,the Temple flf Wisdom. Ile 
}lQw commenced in earnest ilie plan. he had 
foftlled, before he exchanged the mysterious grip 
.with his new associateEZ. My brother Yankey, 
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as I said before, was an ingenious workman in 
leather and lambskins; and- as every new-born 
ba~e in MaSonry wo~ld want .a bib, or apron, 
the more "hind cpndidates," he ushered into the 
'1lUlrvellom light of Brother • • • • ·'8 mysterious 
garret, the more aprons he' sold. He employed 
at one time half the young seamstresses in the 
city, at stitching on the borders, and finishing 
off these bibs for the babes and sucklings of the 
mptie tie; but this was not the only source of 
emolument which my sun-rising brother found in 
the pleasant walks of the fraternity: he was, 
the reader will bear in mind, a paper-stainer, 
as well as a dresser of lamb-skins, aud conse­
quently the more lodges that were chartered, the 
more of bis coloured paper was called for t() 
decorate their altars and their walls! What uni­
vereal charity! What expanded benevolenc,e! 
The Shylock of Sbakspeare was a simpleton to 
this speculator in ~asollic decorations, signals 
and symbols! . . 
. It is the property, if not the peculiar proper ... 
ty ?f suc!t cb~rit.Y ~md benevolence, to. 8J!read 
rapIdly; It meets wltb too much congemahty of 
feeling in the human breast; and so it happened 
at this time .. There was a very ingenious painter, 
also one of \DY sun-rising brethren, who then in­
habited a gloo~y retreat, in a narrow lane, where 
he enjoyed scarce light enough by which to 
mix his colours; and' where, like Shakspeare's 
apothecary, between whom and my friend there 
was a striking resemblance, he would languish,. 
almost without hope, if not in absolute deapair, 
week after week, if not month after month, with­
out having his dark hole, though it was the re­
treat of genius, illumine~ b1 the smile of 81\ 
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amateur, much less of a patron. . The reader 
will, therefore, not be surprised to learn, that 
this son of genius and obscurity, soon discover· 
ed, that the Lamh-slctn bibs, or aprons, were not 
~omplete-not fit to adorn the persons of the 
sOns of Light-till, by the aid of the pencil and 
the pallet, their spotless and virgin white was 
made to yield, in part, to the coloured and gild­
ed forms of certain sublime .hieroglyphicks, at 
the sight of which the eyes of a new-born babe in 
masonry (as well a8 the optics of an old Noodle) 
will glisten like those of a -cat in a coal-barref. 
Our wQrthy painter, of course, found it the best 
thing he could . do-( seeing the solitary state of 
his shop-of which he would often mutter-

10 this dark ' solitudl", and lonely c\U, 
Where heneo-born genius and Itarv{ltion dwell ,-) 

-to join, without delay, the grarul tno, who had 
already got their sublime vocation in the full tide 
of successful experi~ellt! The son of the pencil 
and the pallet, was soon seen arm in arm with 
the Paper Gilder. and with the further aid of a 

. Five Dollar bill,perhaps the last relic of his New­
England fortunes~ got the word and the grip, the 
filpha and om~ga of masonic science; and was 
hailed by the brotherhood as a worthy disc~le 
of the Lamb-skin! Oh! how unfortunate for 
genius, to be driven to degrade itself, to descend 
from its native dignity, and to seek fellowship 
with· igtiorance,·ahd quackery, in quest of pa-
tronage! . 

I just now recollect; that I am running a little 
ahead of my story: but truth will tell as well in 

" . one part of a history as another: it ~ falseheod-

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only that can blur anYlage. Before the paint-· 
er's eyes were opene to the marvellous light, 
which ahines on and about the altars of the 
Craft, there was another worthy sun-rising broth­
er of mine «(our Yankeys to one Dutckroon) who,. 
as the old song says, 

" Made hab ~potl blncks, (or blockheads to wear." . . 

This honest adventurer, who had been journey­
man to the Publiean already alluded to, before 
the latter left off handling tur, to retail madeira 
and manufacture Free Masons, was quick to per­
ceive-and what is it th~t one pf my keen Y t..nkey 
brethren is not quick to percf'iTe-' that if Free 
Masonry. did not make blockheads, it took in 
slick enollgh, all it could catch ready made in 
the natural way. He -had emerged from jour­
ney-wOI'k, and opened shop on his own account. 
The m .. in challcP occupied his thoughts, as it 
does those of all pains-takillg men. He had a 
room full Qf blocks, for which, in the infancy of 
his business. he 'had buf'little if any use; and 
~hich. as they were ranged rOllnd his shelves, 
tn silent and solemn order, very naturally put 
him b mind of a Lodge in sessiolJ-

" Wlwre nnf' fool lolls his tongue Ollt at 'IRotbi:>r, 
c. A'),i shakes h.is empt,. n"ddle at bis b.-ather !" 

My good. friend-for all these personages were 
my friends and companions-was, I repeat it. 
quick to perceive, that to find heads {Ol' his 
~locks, the masonic lodge room walil the place 
to resort to, afte'the toils of the day; and haT­
ing fully counted the cost, as well as the conse­
quence, he marched forward, not with the zeal. 
• a pilSrlm, with peas ill hii abou, Iowa t. 

. . 
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wait upon" our Lady of Loretto;" or that of ad­
honest missionary among the Esquimauz, who' 
~heerfully runs the risk of being scalped for the 
goOd of a good and holy cause; but with the 
cool sagacity of the Beaver, and the calculation 
of a Wall-street Shaver, did· my friend announce 
himself at the inner door of the .temple. with the 
Shibboleth of Jachin or Boaz in 'bis mouth; I for­
~et which; for 1 don't recollect, whf>ther it was 
Just before, or shortly after, SMITH, of Vermont, 
was morgani~ed for disclosing those cabalistic 
'terms in this country; and when they were 
transposed, by official communication from lodge 

- to lodge, to ke~p boole masons from getting in 
among the Lamb-sleirlS, and the wolves t'n sheep's 
clot~ing. But be this as !t may"the honest hat­
ter pronounced the magic word, and the awful. 
response admonished him to enter, when 

" On a Sllrld~n. open flew 
With impe1uIllls ret'oil, and jarring sound. 
Th' infernal doors :" 

But our hero was not alarmed-he entered;, 
not f30 much .. with fear and trembling." as with a 
lively 'hope, that his idle blocks would soon start­
from th£>ir r.estiug shelves~ and be seen to bloom 
and flourish in the richest of beaver, to deQk the 
noddles of the Entered ./Jpprentices, and Fellow. 
Craftsmen, and Masters. and Grand Masters, and 
Grand H'-gh Priests, and Grand Kings, and other 
illUstrious tiil(llitaries, who t;w~ll the catalogue of 
the Noodle ~Yobility of the self-created Order! 

These were the FIVE Scribes and' Phari,ees. 
who carried on, for a long while, the old N()otl/e 
ManufaCtoryin North Pearl~8treet, and afterwards 
.to Courf,.itrnt. It 'was' about t.bia time taat Bar",,· 

, ,. 
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~s and his associates formed the ExecutiveDi~ 
rectory of France, and were called the Five 
Headed Monster; and I well recollect, jumbling 
great things and small ones, that more than once .

the other Masonic Quackery on a small scale, 

.Under the auspices of the little Five Headed 
Monster the work went bravely on. Every Pub­
lican, who came to town, was sure to find his way-' 
to Union Lodge, happily so called, from the gene­
rous and noble spirited union of so mallY various 
and disinterested mterests. A Dutch Lawyer, and 
a shrewd one too; a Yankey Tavern Keeper, who· 
knew 'something more than "a hawk from a 
handsaw;" a Yankey Book Binder, who had 
studied mankind, as well as Pritchard's Masonry 
Dissected, and knew precisely when and where 
to commence the art of making Lamb-skin aprons; 
a Yanlc'1l Painter, who knew how: to make them 
'shine With the Insignia of the Ducal Order; and 
a Yankey Hatter, who knew where to find block­
heads to suit his empty blocks ;-these formed 
altogether a rare ,. brotherhood of Iwpe," as well 
as of" mutual h,dp.". . 

As I said before, these" choice spirits" of the 
den, took good care to bring every country Pub­
lican, who came to town. where he could get the 
word and· the grip;. where he could have his 
eyes opened to the glorious light-tile "divine 
ort" ofselli1lK two giUs f!f rum where he sold but one 
he/ore! And where was the honest Publicatl, who 
would not come post-haste, especially at that 
early stage of our back populatign, fr9W Sscon·

~a,··CtlUg1mauJllga, the peak of the RJlJMg, old 
Bem)er Dam, or Slcunlc', Mi~, to learn a secret 
of so much ~mportance to himself at least, if not . 
to the great family of mankind! No sooner were 
the eyes of the Pilgrim opened, at the altar of 
the little Five Headed Monster, than he would re­
turn, brim-full of mystery and moonshine; and 
go .... to opening the eyes of his 61nJ neighbours, 
with, . one hand, to the sublime light he had im­

But to return to our Sacondaga, oJ' Caughna­
'Waga Pilgrim; or the one from Slcunlc's Mise'!!!, 
alias OM J en'cho-I knew him well-he is no fic­
titious personage on thill page-or in short, to 
anyone of these Pilgrims :-having thus learned 
the war to make the most of his mixed liquors, 
from hIS bettevolent brethren and preceptors of 
Albany, and concluding, like a grateful man-a 
rare thing in these days-that ",one good.turn 
deserves another,"-and the fine arts, much less 
the sciences, having at that day made but little if 
any progress in the country; it was proper, as 
well as natural, for him to send to them-the 
Five Masonic Sachems in Albany-all such of his 
children of light as had occasion to fee counsel 
learned in the law-to get lamb-skin aprons

I inform you, as a solemn facti 88 well as a IOl ... 
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emn warning, that when I was weak. enough to 
spend my 'time and money, in going througli four 
degrees of the "Divi"6 Science," the High Priest 
9( the Proud Order, who date their charters, and 
tbeir puerile records, from the year of Light, in­
stead of the year of our Lord-actually catechised 
me, iii the sublime mysteries, from the pages of that 
masterpiece of masonic wit and wisdom, of which 
you' have lately heard a good deal, entitled-JA­
CHIN and BOAZ !-Yes, and what man of common 
sense, who is not a mason, will not be astonished 
to hear it-and what man of common honesty 
will not feel indignant at the vile Impostors-:-I 
was taught three degrees of the "sublime science," 
~)Ut of that contemptible essay-an essay, for the 
publication of which, contemptible and worth­
less as it is, the author was murdered by the fra­
ternity" in London, and the first re-publisher in 
this country shared the same awful fate! And 
yet it is another solemn fact, that during the last 
winter certain Ro,-qal Arch .JJlasons, of the city of " 
Albany, procured the publication of from five to 
ten. thousand copies of that silly book, which . 
they caused to be peddled through the western 
parts 01 this state, and elsewhere, by a young

And I actually bought it (the transaction 
being a wonderful sly one on both sides) of 
an honest Quaker bookseller (well knowft to_ 
many persons yet living in this city) who "as­
the partner in trade of my Yankf!!! friend and ma­
sonic preceptor! It was about these days, as- our 
honest Almanack makers say, that the unfortu-. 
nate SMI1H, of Vermont, was nwrganised. for pub­
lishing that same hPok-and not many yeal's 
after, poor MURDOCK, of Rensselaerville, share. 
the same fate, because bis wife "had learned it 
by rote, and repeated it among the gossips of 
the village; the unfortunate woman not dream­
ing, that she was, by the propagation of s~cll 
light and learning, to bring herself to a state of 
widowhood, and her children to that of orphan-
age! - . 

It was, perhaps, fortunate-for me, that my wife 
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(I had b~en !Darried a y~ar only when l ~ined 
the. sons of L,~kt I) was a very pru~ent woman; 
for a sad accIdent happened shortly after my 
initiation-and that 7nemorahle eyent took place 
in the evening of AjJril Fool's Day, 1795 !--an ac­
cident, the bare recollection of which. migh~ 
brin~ tears into my eyes, if I were not a laugh­
ing, mstead of a crying Philosopher: But" you 
that have tears prepare to shed them now!" I· 
took the grand text book, the alpha and omega, 
of the first three· degrees of Free Masonry (I. 
mean the masonic master-piece, Jachin and Boaz) 
home to STUDy-if it be not a gross perversion of 
the term, th.llS to use it, with my prese!!t exp~ri­
ence. So very . careful was I of thls.,.preczgui 
revelation-this magazine of masonic mysteries­
and so fearful that my good. wife would find it­
that I sought a hiding place for it as carefully 
as a dog does when he hides away a bone-and 
after a most profound cogitation, I concluded to 
lay it away very slily on the canopy of my hed­
curtains; which came so nearly in contact with 
the ceiling, that I could not but congratulate 
myself on "the wisdom of Solomon;" for I really 
thought the sublime Sibylline as safe as it would 
have been in the Sanctum Sanctorum of the Order, 
in brother * * * * * * *'s garret! But my unlucky 
stars prevailed about this time, as they often 
have since; and as I had very properly, though 
uot intentionally commenced my masonic career 
on All Foors Day, it seemed as though the con- , 
tinuance of it was to be in good keeping with 
. the cbmmencement; for without giving me the 
least" warning my wife had d~clared war against 
certain intruders that had disturbed our sweet 
slumbers now and then.; and having called to 
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her aid an Amazon well qualified for the battle 
that was to be fought, both the bed-stead an. 
the curtains were suddenly and completely dis .. 
composed, turned topsy turvy! The awful con­
consequence was, that JACHIN and BOAZ were 
hurled. upon the floor by the rude haud of a 
pot-wrestler :-

"" Oil I fIIhat a fall fila. there my countrymen," 
My long-ear'd brethren of tbe mystic tie'! 
U Then you and I, and all of uB fell dow",," 
Whilst Betty Bouncer "flouri.hed ot'er u. I" 
E'ennow, methinks I see ber brawny arm, 
aun-burnt and freckled, soird by soot and irease, 
Aloft extending to the curtain-top, • 

• • Witb rude hand hurling from its sly retreat" 
The hidden Jefllel of the holy craft, 
Tbe great masonic master-piece of wit, 
And wisdom, such as Nincompoop. have c1nim'd 
As all tbeir own, and proudly bid from all, 
Since Babel's contrariety of tongue : 
For tben it was, our worthy' craft began­
And well it might-for Folly then bad rais'd 
Its brazen crest among the clam'rous crowd, 
And beat down wisdom; and with madness fired, 
Dared e'en attempt to scale the throne of heaven! 
Oh! Betty Bouncer, Betty Bouncer, Oh!

If not, wby didst thou rudely thus disturb

chambermaid, than she started back, as tliou,;b 
she had encountered a rat, or an apparition; 
but being possessed of good Irish spunk, she 
soon mustered courage to pick-up the Sibylline; 
and in less than tbe twinklmg of an eye ~ame 
running into my office, where I was quietly at 
work ~mong the types, not dreaming of the 'Sad 
mishap, that had upset the curtains, and exposed 
the "divine ",stmu" to the profane eye, and the 
vulgar curiosity, of honest Betty-In she came, I 
say, her eyes sparkling with tlie mingled scintiI- . 
lations of half-stifled anger, and full-flowing pity,. 
if not a little contempt; exclaiming, as she en­
tered, that she had found me out !-that she 
well knew where I had been on All Fool's night, 
as well as some other nights !-and that there 
was the evidence of it !-throwing the book upon 
the table, and asking me, if I was not a very wise 
:rung man to have been led by that cunning red­
coated Yankey-(red-coats had just gone out of 
fashion in Nf>w-England, but one of them still 
lingered 011 the batk of my brother and preteptor) 
-to spend my time and my money in that way! 
Here was' something a little more alarming than

The first that entered, came out, after a while, 
apparently well pleased-and to the question, 
Is his tail fohere his head ought to be? readilyan­
swered in' the affirmative: others, equally pru-

. me from being led into that vice of ~ich the 
Gln.sgow Professor, before alluded to, so truly 
sllYs, the masonic lodges are ".the·genuine acade- . 
mies;" and by means of whICh so many of the 
sons of light are led prematurely to the dark man,:" 
sions of the. gra~e. 
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As I have stated alreadYi I did not take leave 

of the Institution, until after I had taken the 
fourth 'degree '; but previous to mounting that 
step ill the ladder, I had become pretty. well ' 
disgusted with tp.e mummery and quackery of 
the lodge-room; and I have preserved to this 
,day, and shall here insert, a brief, epigrammatic 
correspondence, which actually took place be... 
tween the "cunnit.g red-coated Ya:nleey," as my wife 
styled him, and. mysel£ He was, however" a 
good-hearted man; and excepting his rage for 
speCUlating in Free Masonry, possessed amiable 
qualities, and enviable talents. The following 
squibs were passed and re-passed.in good hu­
mour at tbe time. He was presiding in the Old 
Unio'll, one night, and I stood at the Secretary's 
desk, and wrote, and handed to him, as follows': 

In a garret in Court-street, there' mingles a set 
Of sharpers, and asses, and noodles well met­
Who pretend to a secret-aU folly and fudge-
He that pays for admittance his 'money will grudge,

Be assured, my young countrymen, that I have 

here briefly illustrated the history of our masonic 
lodges; sure I am, that every honest and sensi­
ble man, whose knowledge is founded on expe­
rience, will agree, that with some' slight varia­
tions, the account I have' given of their origin,. 
wherever they have raised their gorgon heads 
amoni us, yviII s~riously ,and' truly apply. 

As to the Origin of the Order, it is not ma­
terial to point it out to you, even if it were an 
easy task to do so: but it is not: no one has 

, ·yet succeeded in lifting the veil that conceals 
,it. There is no reason to believe, however, that 
like the towering and sublime works of crea~ 
tion it hides its h'ead in the heavens ;' but that it 
rather resembles a turbid stream, whose source 
is hidden in some swamp or morass, the physi-

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cat representative of that moral darkne_ Bnd ' . 
quackery, almost peculiar to the Order.' I haV$ 
pored over half a dozen of its best pr9fe~ 
historians, to verY'little purpose on this pomt. 
The Editors of the Encyclopedia Britannica, 
who have given an elabor~te compilation of its 
history, and the best, because the most sober 
one, finally acknowledge, that though ancient, 

~ there is no authentic account of its origin. 
What they give of it proves n'Gthing in its 
favor as it now stands. Whilst confined' to 
operative science, and in the hands. of such 
men as Christopher Wren, and other real and 
ingenious architects, it may have had its uses. 
Preston says-'.' EfJef' since 1J'!lm1ll6etrg bega,., 
and harmun,!! displayed Iter charms, our ORDER. 

has had a betng!" and it is astonishing, that the 
learned 'authors of the Encyclopedia could suf­
fer such nonsense to pass, as they have done, 
without criiicism, or censure: it can only be 
accounted for on the supposition that they were 
Free Masons, and bJindly prejudiced: for as 
symmetry began, and harmony di$played her 
charms, in the works of God, before this crea­
tion ; nay, as symmetry· existed coeval with 
God himself, in his own person; it follows, 
from this rhapsody, that the Ortk,r is not mere­
ly as old as. the creation, but existed eternally 
in Hellven, in and with the Supreme Being ,! 
What 8uperlath.e nonsense! what infamous 
blasphemy! to, be handed down in, and stain 
the pages of a work of science! Operati'tJe 
Masrmry, we all know, must be as old as' the 
first workers in mortar, brick and stone, who­
ever th~y were. SpeculatifJe Malonr,!!, which. 
we 'are now combatting, is much younger': 8om~ 
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aver, that the higher orders have beeD insti. 
tuted or invented within three centuries past. 
Thomas Paine aRserts, that it had its ori­
gin in the religion, as it was long concealed 
in the caves, or the British Druids. In his 
posthumous works, we fin~ the secrets of the 
Order, so fttr as relates to the first three de­
grees; but not 110 full a disclosure, as was 
made, and sworn to, before the Lord Mayor of 
London, by Samuel Pritchard, in 1730; nor 
equal, in point of importance, to that which the 
unfortunate Morgan thought it his duty to 
make. No man should fail to read Morgan's 
book, and to put it into the hands of his r.hil­
dren; for although it be not intrinsically worth 
any thing; yet as a beacon to warn youth 
~against being led to destruction, in pursuit of . 
an ignis fat·u,us, which the longer they folI~w 
thb farther it is off, the value of the work is in­
estimllble. By murdering the author, as they 
have done, "our Order" have established the 
·truth of iliat worJt beyond all doubt or contra­
diction; the man must be worse than an ideot 
who does not perceive this:· but there is anoth­
er book, w·hich deserves to be placed in the 
hands of every old, as well as young, man in 
the Union. I allude to the work of Stearns, a 
learned and pious Elder of the Baptist church. 
Mr. Stearns ~as gone further into the subjec!, 
than I have time at present to do; my prmel-

men, against fraud and deception; and at the 
same time to leave on record, in this form, my 
compliments to "our Order," in return (or som .. e 
very generous, noble, brave, and magnam­
iDous attontions I have received at theu hand~ . . . 
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-Of those of their min10ns ; ,especially in rushing. 
with such modest haste, Rnd (raterQftl (u'y, to 
the printing-office of The National Obser'Der, to ' 
erase their names from the list of its plN:rons; 
and that, too, for, no other reason but because 
I would not, like a vile scoundrel, and a traitor 
to my _country, suppress the truth in rdation to 
the abduction of Morgan, a.nd of Miller, and 
the outrages, connected with those daring vio­
lations of law and liberty; thus waving their 
black banner over my gray head, to intimidate 

, me into a base and cowardly surrender of the 
liberty of the Press, sooner than yield a jot or 
tittle of which, if I know my own heart, I would 
a thousand 'times, if possible, suffer the fate of 
Morgan. ' 

But to return for a moment, from this digres­
sion, to the origin of" our Order." I think" it 
may be tilirly!raced to the' Persian worship~ 

. pers of the sun, if no further back; and, if I 
mista~e not, there are several indications in 
holy writ of its mingling with the Jewish rite.s 
and ceremonies, especiaJIy when the Jews were 
enslaved, or given up to idQlatry, magic and 
corruption.-Its inflated orators, and rhHpsodi­
cal historians, as you may see by what that 
moon-clllf, Mr. Preston, has said, give us won­
derful account~ of its antiquity. If they Ilre 
to be believed, we sublunarians can have only 
a minor brallch of it; for there never was, it . 
seems, room enough in this little narrow world 
~f ours, for the birth, much less the growth, of 
l!lUch a P.r06ligy! It Js,indeed, to be wondered 
at, that when this monstrous, mighty birth took 
place, it did not over-reach the bounds of terra 
firma, at both ends, and, by its tremendous 
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weight at 18e extremities break oW in tlte mid­
dle, and eacb part fly like a comet, _ into the 
boundless regions of space; whilst all creation 
trembled to the centre by mekDS of the unpar­
alleled shock! Who' knows, but this was the 
case; and that the universal deluge was occa- . 
sioned (were not the Bible history in the way,) 
by, the ponderosity of the lnfant, when she first 
saw the light, 'lnd burst upon the world in ·all 
her gl~ry! . 

I am perfectly willing, however, that the 
Noodks of "our Order" may believe, if they 
please, with Preston, that creation must step 
behind it in the lapse of time; that the earth 
did 110t vegetate, that rivers did not run, nor 
oceans roll, till "our Order" set them all in 
motion; nay, that· Sun, .\1oon and Stars, did 
not yield a particle of their light, till 'they had 
borrowed it froID our three little brazen can­
dIe-sticks! And that, finally, if it had not been 
for Free Masonry, or "our Order," chaos, 
would long since have come' again! And whilst 
r permit the Noodles to believe all this; they 
must permit me to believe, if I take it into my 
head to be only half so extravagant as they are, 
that- Satan, and not Solomon of lsrael, is the 
legitimate father of the institution i that he laid 
its foundations, when he rebelled in Heaven.; 
and performed his first labours, on earth, as 
Grand King, or Grand High Priest, when 
he seduced Eve. I read in some silly oration, 
or panegyric, on the craft lately-but I cannot 
recollect exactly when and where, 01 ~ whom, 
it was written or 'spoken-that Free Masonry 
bad its walks in Paradise: and if so, I am no 
doubt right in presum~Dg that it walked in the 
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uape of the Old, BWfW/lt,; and that Cai,1. ~8S" 
,duly initiated by him, a.nd s'oon evinced his 
proficiency by morganizing his brother .A.bel! -
This may be extravagant :, granted, but it is 
much more likely to be the origin of " our 'Or .. 
der," than. Preston's assertion is to be cor(ect, 
that it commenced before ., symmetry began, and 
harmony displayed her charms!" But as the 

" longer we flounder in this ," 8erlJonian bf!g/' in 
quest of the origin of" our Order," the further 
we are from coming at the dark hole, in whicb 
it was brought forth; let us leave it to the Ora­
tors, who wallow in tbe same mire, or soar into 
the equally dark regions of fog and fiction, at 
every anniversary of their pretended Patron 
Baint, to settle the question in the best way 
they can. It is well for them, that so long as . 
it shall remain unsettled, they will have one 
theme at least upon which to declaim, to the 
amazement of their simple brethren, who really 
believe that "our Order" is something more 
than mere moonshine: that they will never de­
velope its origin, is certain, for the best of rea-­
sons-that it is either entirely lost in the rub­
bish of antiquity, or else that it -sprang from 
some disgraceful source, like the cavern of a 
bandit, the cell of an ancient magician, or the 
woody covert of some gipsy gang, which shame . 
(if the authors and the justifiers of Morgan's 
murder, lind Miller's abduction, ~n feel shame) 
will never permit them to avow! 
. The two-fold question may now perhaps, be 
asked-how I came to take four degrees, in 
such aD institution; and why I did not come 
out before, in the manner I have done for some 
time past, and now dQ in t.hia walk, againSt itl 

, , ~ 
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The reader may already have inferred, from 

what bas gone before, my answer to this ques­
tion-but I shall nevertheless answer it her.e, 
trull and frankly, though it may involYe the 
repetition, vinually, of some things before stated 
in a different way. 

The four degrees which I took, I do not besi· 
.tate to say, are worse thaD worthless, in point 
of useful or ornamental science; and I hold 
that man's opinion, whoever he may be, in 
utter contempt, who can pretend to think other-

. "Wise: I will add further, my firm belief that 
the whole system is equally worthless.* -

If any man, as indeed any man can, obtain 
the science and the secrets of Free Masonry, 
at the rate of FifJ6 Dollars for each step, or 
degree-and there are at least forty-two degrees, 
thirty-seven, or more, of which, have grown out 
of the invention of modern speculators-he will 
spend, ~eside8 h!s precious time .. and other con­
tmgencles, Two HUKDRE-D DOLLARS, before he 
reaches the top of the ladder: -And it is my 
honest conviction, that when he has renched it, 
if he meet with a Jack-Ass (I mean, in good 
earnest, a beast with f01:1r legs, switch tail and 
long ears) staring him full in the face, he can­
not deny Jack, so far as there is any real -sci­
ence in the craft, to be his legitimate brotlur! 

When I took the first degree, principally by 
the aid of JACHIN and BOAZ, although young, 
and very destitute of experience in the ways of 
the world, I felt no small degree of shame-but 
bopedtbevertheles8, that the next step would 
prote1:more worthy of a rational being. I tried 
the next, and felt quite as sheepish, at least, as

As a Ckristio,fI" ~ I 
am happy .to believe, that Mr.' DORR is trul, 
Buch, be cannot and will not dellY what I state. 
Be has long since, and having. introducedhia 
name, • Qwe it to him, as an act 01 justice, to 
say so, forsaken the te$ple of Infidelity, for one 
of bigher origin and nobler aim~ But to re­
turn-I was led to another trial, and still found 
the L()(jgea fit place for a simpleton to learn 
that there were oth-er simpleton" as well as 
himself: And ·yet,·aftel," aU tbese disappoint­
ments, of higbly excited expectations, such is 
the in<lefinable and the ardent ~uriosity of youth, 
an.d especially the yOJlth of New-England; that 
I was- tempted to take another leap, eDtirely in 
the dark. - What finally influenced me iQ this 
step was, t.hat as I h,ad been -instructed out of 
Jachin and Boaz in the former steps, excepting 
the lectures from the Most WorsAipfol, which 

, were of mere common place morality and com­
position ; and the sublime light of tha~ r~e­
latitm (JACHIN andBo~z) unveiling no mOM 
tltan what belongs to the first three, stops:; thia 
afi'orded my brother, the·PapeT .8tainer, a fair 
opportunity to make ODe more, aB.d the 188t ex­
perimen~ on my credulity •. In the e.oDve~tioli, 
which took place on this oC()ftS;on, 1 remiDded 
him of the line, in his answer to my rhyme8at 
the desk, viz :-

Our craft, ia to bliDd,aDd bamboo&le the herd. 

"Tbat," said he, "W88 a mere joke, 8810u w~l 
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know.~' "I am noi 80 certain of that," was my 
reply, but aU in good humour: and finally, he 
did persuade me, that I had only to climb one 
more step to have something like a glimpse of 
the glories of the masonic Pisgah! I did so­
when, 10! the ABB stared meiSO full in the face, 
and stood so fairly confessed, long ears and all, 
in the countenance of every brother, (Mr. Do" 
was there,) that I turned with disgust and in~ 
dignation from the ASAnine COfI,clafJt: And 
never afterwards seriously exercised my mind 
upon it, until tAe abducflUm of MORGAN and' 
MILLEB-tM murder of tke former-and tke 
setting fire t'o tke printmg-ojJiu of the latter­
connected, in my mind, with the systematic . 
attempt to put down The Nat;onal ObserfJer, 
and to delltroy my character, by representing 
me as ima .. e and intemperate*-roused me to a 
serious .iew of its unlawful, immoral, blasphe­
mous and horrid obligations, and its dangerous 
and destructive influence on the liberties of the 
land. From the night I left the Lodge, thirty 
years ago at least, to the perioa of these events; 
if 1 eyer thought or it at all, in a scientific point 
of'view,it was merely as a piece of contempti­
ble and disgr~ceful'qua~kery, f~r, very ~ar, be­
Death the notICe of a ratIOnal bemg: It IS truet 
that I was not without suspicions, that it might, 
88 "a 'SECRRT ASSOCIATION, become' a· 
dangeroup political engine in the hands of am-

. bitiou, and unprincipled men: It had .not, to 
my knowledge, however, committed any O'Dert 
(Jt;t; and I did not, therefore, consider myself 
specially called upon, more than any other citi-­
zen, or editor, to express my opinion of its me-

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rits or demerits ~ It would indeed have been -
madness, or at least the very height of impru­
dence, in m'e, or anyone else, to have attacked 
the Institution; considering the veil of antiquity 
which saneti,oned" and commanded the respect 
of mankind ' for it '; the pretended moral and 
scientific sublimity, ~nd grandeur of its mysteries, 
and avowed principles; the benevolent objects 
it professed to have in view; and above all, the 
want of positive, or powerful presumptive proof 

- against it: But since the atrocious outrilges, 
commenced at' Batavia, and consummated at or 
near Fort Niagara, by the murder of Morgan, 
in str-ict con) ormity both to the letter and spirit 
of its laws and obligations; I have sought, in­
dustriously and perseveringly, for light on its 
PB;st history, its rise, progress, pretensions and 
practices; and 'I have come to the rational, firm, 
and ir.r~vocable conclusion, tnat if ought to be 
abandoned by every honest man-that the pu­
rity and stability of our republican civil and po­
litical consthutions, depend upon its totul anni-
hilation. ' 

Though not set forth in my Prospectus of 
this work; yet , before I part with you, my.young 
countrymen, of every condition in life, permit 
me to call your serious attention to a subject of 
the deepest importance; and one which, of all 

. others, deserveS' to be made the theme of your 
studies by daY' and by-night. 
- Whatever individually may be your destiny 

in life, whether gliding on the placid stream of 
prosperity, or tost lupon the boisterous billows 
of -adversity; let me earnestly, advise you to 
study diligently the Evidences of Christianity­
of that religion, which I have finally been led 
to embrace 'as the only sure and unfailing source 

, ,* 8 
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, of peace'in this world, aDd hope in thai which 
is to come: Let. me conjure you to seek the 
conviction, and. never for a mome'nt lose sight' 
of it, that without PIE'n' to GOD, MAN, with all 
the graces and dignity of:his person, all the 
splendour and depth of hit! intellect, and all the' 
endfiaring ties that bind hi~ to. earth, is but a 
desolate and miserable being. Love, friendship, 
consanguinity, and affection, those grand ties 
of social existence serve but to embitter our 
mind~ in the hour of calamity, if we cannot look' 
to GOD, as the Eternal source o~ all our hopes, 
to soothe our agonies, and to calm our fears. 

, While, therefore, the impious man, has no rest­
ing' place to sustain him against the shock or 
misfortune, and the flood of wo j with what con­
fidence and consolation,' can he who cberishes 
piety as the Elheet-anchor of the soul, appeal to. 
his everlasting Father, when smarting und,er. 
tlie rod of afBiction. Tkough~ Bays the Psalm .. 
ist, I walk in the midst·of trouble, thou 'lDilt re­
m-oe me; thou shalt stretch forth' tlty hand 
. against tke wrath of my enemies, and thy right 
hand shall save me. . . 

. . If on this subject I am earnest, believe me, it 
is because I feel deeply itl! importance to your 
temporal and eternal happiness: And 1 do,' I 
assure you sedously, feel it the more deeply, 
because, when in early' life, and destitute of 
experience, I was led into a Masonic Lodge, 
the )'nanl who led me there, led me, at the same 
time, to c~brace thoOie principles of Infidelity, 
which I now consider the bane of my' life; and 
of which, tnerefore, I feel anxious to prese"e 
you from becoming tne dupes and the victilJll.· 
To that day I had 'cberisl,1ed-the principles, at> 
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far as I could understand tam-, and tbefeelings.~ 
to their full extent, of a Christian. My revered 
parents had infused into my young mind tbe­
s.pirit 'of religion. and piety which animated· 
theirs '; and the eloquence .of a MAXCY, one of the 
most amiable and exalted of his species, hlld 
rivetted my religious affections to. the Baptist 
Society. The happiest hours of my life had 
been spent in worshipping my Creator at the; 
humble and modest, but truly devotional altars 
of that worthy and pious people, find minglin,g . 
with them in their religious conferences. It' 
was a sudden and unexpected departure from· 
my native state, that alone prevented me from 

. becoming a communicant of that church. But 
when I came to Albany, I had. been, excepting 
a short interval, traversing the ocean for several 
years, in the humble capa~ity of a common sea­
man j and here I found no Baptist Society, with 
whom to renew my former religious commu­
nion. I became acquainted with my masonic 
preceptor-he was weHqualified to obtain an 
influence over a young man, such as I then 
was; and from the moment he did obtain it, he 
began to poison my mind with insinuations 
against the Christian Revelation; nor did he 
relax in his efforts until he had the satisfaction 
of finding me as confirmed an Infidel as himself; 
and my belief is that one half, at least, if not 

.. more, of the young men who are seduced into 
Free Masonry, have their minds imbued at the. 
same time with the poison of Infidelity. Led 
on by my evil genius, as I now firmly believe that 
man to have been, I suffered my mind to become 
enslaved by the seductiTe and pernicious authol~ 
,f the IJlfidel .chool.. leought for and read, 
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with avidity, Bolingbroke, Shaftsbury, Hiune,­
and·severnl others of the J;Jritish Infidelleadersj­
and with the same zest and eagerness I devour­
ed the works of Frederick the Great, of Prussia, . 
(if he can be called groat, who rejects the pu· 
rest religion, that ever visited the earth, and­
reduces its ' Divine Author to' the . level of a 
Heathen or a Pagan Philosopher )-. Voltaire; 
D'Alembert, Boulanger, and other French au­
thors, together with Thomas Paine's Age 0( ' 
Reason, and Ethan Alle.o.'s crude, ill-digested, 
and flimsy Oracles. For many years, involved 
in pleasure, business, and political pursuits, I 
yielded to the falsehood and sophistry of these 
tlelusive and demoralising works; and that; tdo, ' 
without ever making the least attempt (except· 
iug on one occa8ion, and then without proper' 
effect) to examine the other side of the quel!· 
tiona In the same manner that I never thought 
seriously of Free 1J'Jasonry as a great evil, till 
she showed her cloven foot so clearly in the 
murder of Morgan; so I never was led clearly, 
and without doubt, to see Christianity as not 
only a great, but the greatest df all good, till 
the occurrence of a singular event in my life, or 
rather Providential circumstance (as I c011sider 
it) whick happened to me in crossing the Scho:­
haric Mountain, which I did several times be­
tween August, 1826, and Apri), 1827: The 
circumstance, above alluded to, le<I me to a se· 
rious aud laborious inquiry into the necessity 
or utility, the truth or falsehood, of Christian· . 
ity, in every important point of view. 

My first object was, and this was suggested 
not only by the event which. occurred on the 
mountain, but by other occurrenees that I had 
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met with in the course of my several tours, and' 
which need not be detailed here; to enquire ' 
into the capacity of mankind, to preserve free 
and equal government, or any government at all. ' 
founded on wisdom, justice and equity, without 
the influence of religion. I was soon satisfied' 
that no government would last for any length of 
time, unless fortified in the minds of the people, 
by this essential pillar of human society:* to 
come to this conclusion, it is only necessary to 
examine the history, so for as we have it, of those 
tribes or nations, who, destitute of the gospel, 
have been left to the dim light of Nature alone 
for their guidance; and to observe the barba-' 
rous rites, the inhuman customs, and the spirit 
of anarchy and confusion that ever controuls 
their destinies, and frequently totally destroys 
them. Where they are destitute of all religion, 
of which there are but one or two known' and: 
solitaryex!mples, they are cannibals, and de­
vour each other; where they have some. crude 
notions of natural religion, though not cannibals, 
they are still barbarous and savage; where Na~ 
tural'Religion has been best understood, it has 
still been mingled with superstition, idolatry and 
oorruption; and where the pretended RMJe­
latitm of the .A.-,.aman Impostor has prevailed, 
superstition and cbrruption have likewise been 
its handmaids. It is only where tIte real, 8,'IIIIl 
of Righteousness, the Christian RMJelatioft, 
has shed its beams, that truth is to be found, 

. unmixed with error. 
My next step was, to compare, with diligence, . 

the . Christian Religion, with the several other 
~ systems that now exist, or have existed in time. . .

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pailt; aDd the result was, th~t 1 {oulld ClariB~ 
tianity towering far above them all in its sub:- ' 
lime morality, and divine attributes. Whoever 
will study the religious creed, if it ean be called 
such, and the maxiills of CONFUClu,s-the wild 
and fantastical speculations of PYTHAGORAS ; 
the barbarous superstitions in religion, and the 
crude moral systems of Greece and Rome~take 
even their best productiQns, such as the works ' 
of SOCRATES and of PLATO, of SENECA and of 
CICERo-tO say nothing of a score of others, 
like Epictetus, Marcus Aurelius, and their equals 
or inferiors-and then come down to the Alco­
ran of Mahomet-who'ever, I say, shall rursue 
this course, will be satisfied, that over al these " 
barbarous superstitions, and ill-digetJted moral 
codes" the Gospel of our Redeemer triumphs in 
all the majesty of truth, and all the dignity and 
sublimity of sound moral and theological science. 

My l,8st step was, to investigate se14ou81" and 
as thoroughly as possible, the truth or falsehood 
of Ohristianity as a Re~elation: Ana on this 
branch of the subject, I was really surprised, I 
affirm it with the utmost sineerity, to find a mass 
of. evidence in its favor, of the existence of 
which I had never before so much' as dreamed. 
The result was" that at almost every step of the 
process, my doubts were shaken; and my scep~ , 
licism kept yielding to the force or truth and 
argument, the irresistible light of conviction, 
until I found, when I had finished the course of" 
study, marked out by my own judgment, that all 
my doubts had vanished; and my faith inJEsos, 
of Nazareth, as the Son of God, and the Divine 
Missionary of his Father for the redemption of' 
our fallen race, W88 ftally conlrlP6d. ' ' 
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I do Dot mean,tobe underatood, that the par­
ticular event which led me into the above~meD­
ed enquiry, had in it any thing either superDat~-

, ral or miraculous; but it was one of those re­
markable or Providential occurrences, of which 
every man of observation, who has lived long 
and seen much, must recollect to have met with 
something like it, in the course of his own life; 
and which has given an entirely new turn or 

. direction to his thoughts upon some important 
subject or other. In the case alluded to, my 
mind received a sudden impulse, which led me 
not only into the first ~nd second train of inquiry 
and comparative process, above stated; but to 

, read carefully, in connection with the Bible, and 
to compare with their adversaries, whom I had 
formerly read, the following works, viz: Pri~ 
deaux's Connections of Sacred and Profane 
History-the Chevalier Ramsay's inimitable 
work on Natural and Revealed Religion-But­
ler's Ana'logy of Religion, Natufal and Revealed, 
to the Constitution and COUfse of Nature­
Michaelis's invaluable Commentaries on the 
Laws of Moses-Leland's View of the Deisti­
cal Wrfters-:Ueykeley's Minute Philosopher-

_ Forbes's Thoughts' Concerning Religion; his, 
Letter to a Bishop, and his Reflections on In~ 
credulity-Watson's Apology for Christianity­
(in which he so completely refuted, and hum·· 
bled one of the great Apostles of the Infidel 
School, the ingenious and eloquent Gibbon, so 
much so tha:t Mr. Gibbon fairly fled from the 
controversy)-Campbell's Reply to HUIJ)e~sF;s-
8ay on Mirac1es""";'(I had read the Essay twi,ee 
nearly thirty yeafs 'ago, without, evef,. till the 
la~t year, taking the pains to read the reply)-

, 
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'!l'he H~story of the Cosmogony of the Creation ; 
.and Biographical and Historical ~ketches of 
Moses, David and Jesus Christ, scattered in the 
lst,4th, and 10th Y'olumes of The Uw.i",ersal 
History, written mostly by that once eccentric. 
always profound, and finally pious and irre­
proachable Psalmanazer-the articles in the 
EncyclQpedia Britannica, relating to the sub­
ject of Theology, and more especially to Christ 
and his Divine System-Campbell's Four Gos­
pels. with Preliminary Dissert~tiolls, and Notes 
Critical and Explanatory-" . Addison's briefwork, 
entitled Of the Christian Religion-Paley's 

"Natural Theology, and his Evidences of Chris­
tianity-Chalmers's Evidence and Authority of 
the Christian Revelation-Nine Essays on se­
veral of the most important topics of Christian­
ity, which are -scattered in the lst, "Sd, and 4th 
volumes of a London Periodical work, entitled, 
The Obser",er, and last, though not least, in 
point of importance and ability, Sherlock's Tri­

In this course of reading, there are several 
small works, which J am surp~sed are "not pub­
lished by our tract societies, IDstef;ld of many 
weak and inefficient essays which they distri­
bute. I do not mean to insinuate a wall~ of 
judgment on their part, bu~ merely a participa­
tion in • common error"; for it has been too long 
an axiom with statesmen, politicians, and all 
manner of teachers and preachers, that the 
multitude require to be fed with the pap-spoons 
of religion, l~erature and science : but those 
who so judge, confound i~anity or imbecility of

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mind, which is Dot common, With ignorance;. Qf, 

want of infonnation"whicb unfortunately is too 
common. I have (ound in the most benighted:' - I­
common sailor; in the rudest and most il1ite~ " ' 
fate German of Schoh,arie; and in the most 
vulgar and ignorant yankee of Otsego; native 
intellect equal to that of a Rittenhouse, or a 
Frankliri; and such .instances are for more 
numerous, than is imagined by those, who, se~ 
eluded in colleges, academies, and otherwise, 
converse mostly with books, and mingle but 
little, if'lny, with the mass of mankind. On. 
the other hand, inanity or imbecility of mind, is 
not often met with. The truth is, if we would­
make good and useful, men of c,hildren, we 
should treat them as rational and immortal be .. 
iugs from the moment they -begin to lisp a syl­
lable: banishing all frivolous prl\ttle and non­
sense from our intercourse with them, and aU 
brutal force, such as scourging and beating-

. for in his recommendation of the rod, I cannot 
agree with my ancient namesake, great as he 
was-we should use only sound reason, trutb, 
and mild persuasion. I hardly know in which 
respect our Saviour appears the most amiable 
and interesting; whether when he says-8uffer 
little children to come unto me-or when he. 
invites all W/lO labour and are heavyladtm t. 
find rest to their souls in the consolations of bl~ 
divine mission: If, then, we should thus deal 
witb, children ; so, on the other hand,. to mlike : 
wise or, well-informed men, of ignorant ones, 
we should follow the same rational and manli 
" course, and furnish them with important facts, 
and conclusive arguments, instead of simple 
stories, whether fictions or not, of pious dairy

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"1'I1aid,; and penitent Magdalenes: it was not 
thU8 tftat Paul accosted the benighted and the 
ignorant, to whom he carried the. glad tidings 
of salvation; on the Contrary all he said, was 
serious, sensible, bold, energetic~ QuintiJian 
IS often quoted as having said, that the unpol­
iShed .human mind is like marble in the quarry; 
but he forgot, in ma){ing the comparison, that 
there is soft as well as hard marble, and whilst 
the hitter will bear polishing, the former will 
not. The darkness of the human intellect may 
be illumined,but its weakness cannut be strength­
thened. Imbecility, therefore, will ever remain 
imbecility. "The Ethiop cannot change his, 
skin, nor the Leopard his spots:" but the mind -
of the oQe, if not like the soft marble, maybe 
polished and improved; and,so may the fierce­
ness of the other be tamed, at least so far as to 
know the hand that feeds it. With such works 
as Watson's Apology for Christianity-his Apo­
logy for the Bible-the small work of Chal­
mers-' and that of Sherlork, in their hande-
I IiIhould 'not, in the least, fehr to risk the con­
troversy between Christianity and Infidelity, on 
the effect of these works alone upon the natiVf~ 
'good sense of our countrymen in general; and 
'tbat, too, without going buck to the pages of 
'Tacitus, an opponent, to prove the existencc­
or to those of the early and orthodox Father~ 
Jjkc Barnabas and Clement, for· testimoi1Y near-
ly oollateral-or to the writings of the Evau'­
gelists themselves for intrinsic evidence-of 
CHRIST, and of "'hence he came, and of what 
'he p.erformed for the glory of his Eternal Fa­
ther, nnd ~he benefit nnd t~e gratitude of the' ' 
bumaD rac'e. The work ofOhalmers is, of 
~tse1£ cQDGlusive-ani well .it may . be-t01 
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.although he commenced ~t with bis mine 
clouded by skepticism;. yet so sure is truth to 
prevail, when it does come fairly in contact with 
minds capable of receiving it, that before he 
'finished his work, the light burst upon him in all 
its divine splendor, and with such irresistible 
force, that his mind, his heart, all his nobler 
thoughts, feelings "md afiections, became firmly 
rivetted in the faith and the love of the Lord 
Jesus. No wonfter, theil, that the conviction 
which struck so deeply into his own mind, he 
imparts to the mind of his reader with equally 
irresistible power; for it is when min.d meets 
mind, and heart meets heart, upon any'.subjectJ 

that the triumph ·of truth is as sure and unfail­
ing, as the ever1a~ting ~treams that fructify the 
earth, and sustain the animal powers of creation • 
. lam well aware, that myoid infidel friends 

may sneer at all this; and that myoid and in­
yeterate political, as well as new and mtUignant 
masonic enemies, wiii no dOUbt join them. The 
mean and dastardly persecution, slander and 
abuse, that I have been, fi,r many years, subject­
ed to from old political foes, t·s well as some 
old, pretended and insidious friends; together 
with the disappointment. which my quondam 

. brethren, in infidelity, will experience, on read~ 
ing this work; 1111 concur to admonish me of 
what I may, and most probably shall, have to 
encounter: but neither t.heir sneers, nor their 
jeers, will affect me in the least. in any other 
way than to give me real pleaspre. Fortified, 
as I am, ill my own conscience-standing, as 1 
know that I do, in this work, and as I mean to' . 
do' in all cases, on the one hand UpOB the ark of 

- 1tirtue, and of constitutional·freedom i aDd on. 
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the other upon the Rocle 0/ Ages-the more ene­
mies I may ha,;,e, the more shaH I rejoice; fot", 
the more good shall I know, by this sl~n alone.1 

that I am doing. If in this -cause of civIl liberty, 
and' celestial religion, my humble talents shall 
be instrumental in saving from the grasp of a 
dark and secret combination, the constitutions 
of mr country, and of turning her youth, or any 
portIon of them, from the paths of vice and of' 
folly, to those of wisdom and of virtu~ ; then shall 
I exult, as did good old Simeon, in the day of 
our Lord; and snail thus receive more than a 
hundred fold compensation for the venomous 
and malignant hostility and abuse of ten thou­
sand enemies: For, show me a man without­
numerous enemies, and I will show you one, wh& 
whatever may be the amiable traits of his cha­
racter, never did any great, or lasting and per­
manent 'good to society or mankind. So long 
as a man glides smoothly and silently along, ill 
the corrupted currents of the world; and if he 
do not in mind and in heart mingle with them; 

_ neither does he attempt to check their course, 
oj' turn- them into purer channels; so long will 
he be.permitted to remain without being made-a' 
mark to be shot at by the arrows of calumny and 
detraction: nay more, he witl be called "a 
trice man," "a wonderful clev~r, mar~," by .all the 
Noodks, male and female, In sOCiety; tIpplers 
will toast him in bar-rooms; .gossips will mingle 

. hi~ praises_ with -their hyson, or souchong beve­
rage; misers will applaud his economy, because 
it resembles - their own; fools will cry up his 
wisdom fpr the -same reason; and if a candIdate 
for office, they. will flock to the polls and vote for 
bim;; whilst at home his trembling slaves, _ ~d 
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liis looking-glass, will make him believe, that h.e 
'is the factotum of the t«?wn or state, t~e very deity 
of the day! and all thIs, too, when, In all proba~ 
,hility, he nev~r performe~ a ~ol~tary no~le, gene­
rous or charitable act 111 hIs hfe, and IS wholly 
incapable of performing one: On the other harnl, 
no man ever yet boldly. and honestly wielded' 
his pen, or raised his voice, against error, crim~, 

.and corruption, without being reviled and per-

. secuted by the mean, the envious and the un­
'principled-for an honest, manly and magnani~ 
mous foe will never stoop to any of thel?e means. 

, But be aU this as it may-as a patriot, and a real 
· wiend to the republican constitutions and liber­
ties of my country, much less as a disciple of 

· Christ, I shoul" be a poor· creature, a miserable 
· tool indeed, if my mind were to be disturbed, 

- for a moment, by the sneers or the j~ers, the 
· clamours or the calumnies, of tny personal ene­
mies, 01"' those of the sacred cause in which I 

. am engaged: on the contrary, I pity their weak­
, ness-detest their meanness-defi their malice 

-and laugb at their calumny., boldly chal­
lenge them to fix on my character, by.the shadow 

, 6)f proof, by' any other than gossip, tattle and 
· malignant slander, a single wilfully base or dis- ' 

Ilonourable act, in the whole course of my life; 
- since if I have been an Infidel, I have never eon­

descended to degrade my mind, or my person,.in 
· habitual vicious pursuits of any kind; for. it 

must be recollected, that llOnest Infidels have 
· their Socratic and Platonic, their Ciceronian 
· and Allrelian, if noHheir Evangelical Piety: .I~t

-long corresponded in various parts of the state 
arid the union, I know some of them to possess 
sound heads and honest hearts; and all I ask 
of these, or any of them, is to s.it down, and se­
riously and deli be rat ely to go through the course 
bf study, which I have pointed out alld pursued~ 

. adding to it only Lardner's profound and exten-
· sive enquiry iuto the credibility of the gospels, 
and preserving their minds, at the same time, 
:unshackled. uninfluenced by former· prejudicet:. 
They owe this to themselves, as well as to the 
cause of truth'; for it is, I am satisfied from my 
extensive acquaintance with infidels, not SQ 

much from the rottenness of their he.arts, or the 
weakness of their heads, as from a total neglect 
to examine both sides of the question, that they 
reject revelation. I know very many indeed of 
them, who have never taken the trouble to exa­
mine the BlliLE seriously; and much less to stu­
dy any' of its able. commentators and vindica­
tors; but they have read Bolingbroke,- and 

· Hume, and Voltaire., and swallowed their' mis-
. representations and sophistry; relying, as I once 
, did myself, with implicit confid~nce upon their 
· premises, &nd conclusions, when the first arE 
, qftcn false, and the latter invariably so, or at. 
:, best not fairly 6.,owing frem the former. Camp­
:)~~l has exposed. and ~efuted Hume i!1 a master­
·:t'mann-er,s'hewmg'··bllP to be, though cool and 

fnlbtle; ,et contradictory, inconsistent, and un­
sue.stntial: i:)< fact. with ~ll tile. cool subtlety 
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.. nd profunditl of Hume, he eannot conceal the 
cloJen.,foot o· the sophist; and this, on a late' 
reading, I .clearly perceived; although when 
quite young, I swallowed all he says with the 
avidity Dr a gourmand: these are the contrary 
effects that ilow from reading with our feelings 
and prejudices in favour of our author, or, on 
the coptrary, with' our judgment in full com­
mand of OUT feelings and prejudices, and prepa­
red to decide correctly. As to 'Bolingbroke, he 
is full of .declamation, without argument-and 
V oltaire, fro~ the beginning to the end of all 
that he has written on the subject, is scarcely 
any thing more' than a continued series of wit 
and sarcasm, sparkling and pUllgent; but in 
every sense of the word, a perversion of his text, 
Rnd of the truth. "' A little philosophy," says • 
Lord Bacon, "inclines us to Atheisrr., and a 
great deAl of philosophy carries us back to reli­
gion." The fOl'mer clause of this proposition 

. applies with full force to the infidel writers above­
mentioned; as the latter d'oei to their able op-' 
ponents: All, therejore, I repeat it, that is ne­
cessar.y to the triumph of Christianity over Infi­
delity, in the mind of any sensible man, who is 
seriously and earnestly seeking for the truth, is 
to· pursue the ~ame investigat.ion that I have 
pursued, uninffuenced and unshackled by pre­
juclice. \Vhen I sat down to h, I endeavorea· tQ. 
divest myself of every bias; and' to commence 
the work as though I had just fallen from the 
clouds, and' had. never heard of the subject, or 
.J,fiingled in the- tumults aud perplexities, or the 
selfish· and sensual currents of the world: in 
.thi!3 pursuit, and in this spirit, I spent at least

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honest old friends' in the walks of Infidelity, do 
this; and I (ear not the complete triumph, i! 
their minds,of the pure, divine, and heart-felt· 
doctrines of JESUS of Nazareth, over the corrupt, 
earthly, cold and heartless speculations of that 
Infidel School, to which I have been by far too 
10n~ attached, and which has done so much to 
unhmge the moral order of the world, and to 
plunge'it into' confusion and destruction. 

The-Infidel, my young countrymen, will tell 
you 'ofthe arts 'of Priestcraft, and the abuses to 
which Christianity has been subjected by the 
frailty of human passions and humlln reason: but 
Ilet not such insinuations, such sophistry, deter' 
you from Ii thorough examination for yourselves. 
Ifliable to be punished hereafter for your Infide­
lity, and its immoral or gillful consequences in 

• / your practice; you cannot plead, before your 
Eternal Judge, that you violated his holy laws, 
and' rejected his holy name, because you. had 
seen or heard of such a thing as Priestcraft·~ I 

N or can you get off with the plea, tha~ because 
bad 'men, in bad times, whether Princes, Priests, 

, (tr common Laymen, abused' and perverted a 
system, which in itself is not only of Divine Ori­
"in, but of unmixed, and unsullied, and divine 
purity; you, therefore, imbibed false opinions, 
without taking the trophle to examine for your­
selves, whether the abuses 'were in and not of the 
system. In this work, I have proved, that the 
murder of MORGAN flowed not from the ABUSE of 
Free Masonry, but from the actuallaU's and obliga­
ti~, imposed by the system; hence it is, that the . 
system -IS so dangeroul! and destrnctiye to .liberty 
and religion: Not so with the abuses of Chris­
titmit1, .f which illadels make a handle: I feat-
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lessly challenge the whole hMt ofthetn; 10 show 
a precept, a rule, or.a lawofChrjstianity, which 
does not carryon its face the mark of'purity and 
of truth, the stamp of Divinity. Recollect, that . 
Priests, as clergymen are denominated in com­
mon parlance, are but men of 'like passions and 
infirmities with yourselves; and although chosen 
to administer the WORD, do not always live up to 
the 'WORD : but this should be no stumbling-block 
in the way of your faith or your practice; your 
own reason must be your guide; and in no law, 
human or divine, without destroying all law~ 
can the faults or crimes of one delinquent, be 
plead in mitigation, much less in justification, by 
another. ~ely upon it, that as the clerical cha­
racter cannot be plead either i~ justification 0.' 

miti~ation of clerical delinquency; much less 
. can It shield your default in the day of judgment: 
on the contrary, the clergyman who violates his 
duty, is a two-fold transgressor, and exposed, if 
possible, to double damnation ... I cannot con­
ceive of a fiend in hell more wicked. than the 
man who takes upon himself the sacred dutiE"S of 
the altar, under the impression-without which 
he has no business there-that he is called to 
the work by Divine Providence; and still,wil­
fully pollutes his heart and his hands in the Tani­
ties, crimes and corruptions of the world. Be 
assured, then, that in this case, the most import­
ant and awful that we can, any of us, ever be 
involved in, every soul must stand or faU on its 
own merits or demerits; and as it, shall have 
found, or Idst, an interest in the atoning merit 
and mediation of the Redeemer. 

Commenee this investigation, then; 'I beseech 
10u, without pinning your faith upon any man's 
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a'ee~e, o~ without attem.pting, .in ~he 6rst pla~e.. 
to establish any· seetanan prmclple. HavIng 
satisfied my~elf of the abstract truth, as it is ii' 
Jesus, I am now engaged in studying the princi. 
pies of the various sects; and have begun witl: 
Calvin's Institutes. I should have preferred tt 
have commenced with the Fath~rs, and later 
champions of the Catholic church, could I have 
procured thE'm here conveniently: I shall, how .. 
eyer, procure them-and I shall, with steady 
labor, and all unbiassed mind, pursue the sub .. 
ject, until I become thoroughly conversant with 
the several creeds, which have prevailed, or 
are now prevalent, and the shades of difference 
which distinguish them; finally testing the whole, 
with all the judgment I can bring to the task, by 
the writings of the E'vangelists: and I shall, if 
m1 life be spared, leave, as a legacj to m~ cbil~ 
dren, in the hope that they may profit by It, the 
result of the investigation, connected with the 
conclusio[!~ ! haveaiready formed. But as to 
you,'my young countrymen, the plain and simple 
qoostioll to be solved. in the first place, is­
Do lhe Go.pels ~olltain a faithful history of the lives 
and acts of Chrut and has Apostles? Satisfy your 
miuds upon tbis all-important point, and your 
hearts, as well as your heads, will finally do the 
rest. Sectarian cavils, and the sophistical com­
mentaries of infidel writers, may have blurred 
the beauty, and impairE'd the majesty of the 
DIVINE ORACLES; but wisdom is nevertheless jus­
tified of her 'children: And whoever will go to 
the Bible itself, and study it in the spirit of can­
dour and integrity, "rightly dividing the 'word ;" 
that is, separating, with judgment, the 'historical 
aDd tbe allegorical, from the poetical and prQ-
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phelical; the legul. from the· moral; the litertll 

. &om the metaphoncal; and the formal frOID ' 
the spiritual; making due allowances,. at the 
same time,.in the moral, historical, and legal por­
tions, for the difference, between those times 
and the present, in education, manners, habits, 
ideas of civil :l..nd political government and juris­
prudence, soil. climate, and population; for all 
tiH~se ti.i:ngs must hal"e been embraced in the 
Divine WIsdom and Economy, as revealed to 
MObes, and ihe Prophets and Patriarchs; and 
afterwards, through our Saviour and his Apos­
tles: ",hoeveJ', depend upon it, may do all this 
understandingly, will rise from the holy labour, 
satisfied, that the Bible is not only the word of 
God; but will, I trust, be made to feel, and to 
acknowledge, that it is the power of God unto salva. 
lion. . 

And now, my young countrymen, let me once 
more, before I dose this work, impress upon you 
the solemn advic~ of a man, w~o has seen much 
of the world, and knows full· well all the snares 
ilnd dangers 10 which y,?U will be exposed. Let 
me conjure you, then, shunning the paths of 
Jolly, and of guilty pleasure, to embrace RELIGION 

.early, as the only sure and substantial fOlll<ida­
tion, on which to rest all your hopes of temporal 
and eternal happiness. ShUll, I entreat you,. the 
walks of the Infidel, and be not deluded by his 
sophistry, let his wisdom, or his "irtues, be what 

· th€y may. "Curse on his virtues,'.' said a Roman 
· patriot, speaking of a usurper,· " t~ have undolre 
hi:; country!" The more virtue there is, in Ii 

· wrong-headed man, the Jllore mischief may he 
do to society. It is the gilded pill that is the 

· cnsiest and the readiest swallowed. Vain .... 
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may deny the nible~ and weak men may follow 
them ;.;but that sacred volume is the enduring 
F!>unt pf Eternal Wisdom. Those who reject 
it, may pretend to vast profundity of thought, 
and to. see clearly, that there is no future state 
of rewards and punishments: but believe me,. 
such doctrines are not new; they have often' 
been advanced" and as often put down, by the 
good sense and l'irtue of mankind, as well as by 
the sQundest logic, on the part of thm.e sa~es, 
who have victoriously maintained the doctnnes 
of the Cross. If there be any blessing of life, 
more than another, for which any man may have 
especially to thank his God, it must be, that his 
mind has become settled upon this all-important 
subject: that he has been brought to see ~learly, 
that man is accountable in another world for 
the deeds' done in the body here; that his soul 
is immortal. 

Deny to man a future state of existence, and, 
llow much is he degraded! He possesses facul~ 
ties that elevate him above all the other animals 
is the creation. Compared with the reptile, he' \ 
of like a God; and with the Lion, the Elephant, 
or the Mammoth, he still soars an Angel in the 
superiority of his _powers. But. deprived of il!­
mortal.hope, he is reduced to the level of the 
lowest of the anim.al tribes. He comes int. 
existence with intellectual endowments of the 
:highest grade; he enters upon a theatre where 

. £ountless objects present themselves to improve 
llis faculties, or be improved by their exercis~. 
He enters· on the t:areer of improvement. He 
finishes some plans, and he commences others t 

which he does not stay to accomplish. He erects 
ho~ses, whi.:h he does Bot remain to inhabit;. 
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lIe -"uilds ships, and leaves them to be naviga-
. ted by others. He pJants trees, that others may 
enjoy their fruits. He sows fields, that others 
may reap their harvest. He quits forever his na­
tive soil, or shores; migrates over mountains, 
apparently inaccessible, and never before trod 
by human footsteps, or across trackless oceans, 
to distant and dreary climes; clears off the 
wilderness, cultivates new fields; builds up new 
cities; forms new constitutions. and laws, reli­
gious, civil and political; and leaves them all 
for the enjoyment and the government of.after­
ag~s. He forms the strongest and the tenderest 
of all ties and connexions, which he knows must 
be severed in this life: And he conquers science, 
and climbs the rugged steeps that lead to fame, 
but to be conquered himself by death, an,d be 
cast dowu to perish forever! 

Such is the condition of man, if the cold 
speculations of the atheist and the infidel be 
founded in truth: but it cannot be! The God 
-of Nature has not endowed him with .all bis 
extraordinary and sublime powers; hus not 
made him so far above all other animals, and so 
little below the Angels, that he should perish 
like a mole, or a caterpilJar, and be known no 
more among created intelligence. No!-no!­
by all the perfections of bis animal frame and 
faculties-by all the sensibilities of his heart­
by all the graces of his mind-by all the fire of 
his genius-by all the· sublimity of his concep­
tions-by all the benign and glorious fruits of 
.bis intellect, a~d by all the mighty works of his 
bands; he was nQt, be could not have been 
created, to perish in everlasting oblivion, and

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be b81iisbed forever from the scenes of intellec· .. 
tual enjoyment, and the presence of his God! 

I shall now, my young countrymen, take my 
leave of you, perhaps for ever: And certain it 
is, that I can never again Hddrel4s yoil on sub­
jects of more importance to your happincs8, both 
here and hereafter, than those which this work 
embraces. Come what will of me: whether I 
am destined to fall by thehund of some vulgar 
and midnight assassin, as has been threatened ;* 
or to die on the bed of peace, surrounded by dear 
conncxions and valued ti·iends-I thank my God, 
in the utmost sincerity of my sou~, that he has 
spared me to draw this port.rait of a corrupt and 
degeucrate ORDER--an ORDER-l if there can 
for a moment be such a thing as an 01'der in a 
republican governrncnt)-whose 8chemes nrc as 
dark as those of the disciples of" Loyola, and 
whose discipline is as despotic and dangerous 
as that of the Inquisition: And solemnly to 
warn· you, who mu~tat no distant day become 
the props of YOllr country's existence, the de­
fenders of her soil, the vindicators of her rights, 
the authors and conservators of her laws, and 
the proud pillars of her glory; to beware, as yon 
would of the most deadly poison, of coming 
within the pale of its licentiolls mysteriel!!, its 
unhallowed ol·gics, and it~ blasphemous rites. 
'foo long, by far too long, has it ulready pollu~ 
ted the sacred soil of liberty: too long already 
bas it darkly controuled the ballot of the unsus­
pecting freeman, aod paralyzed the right of elec. 
tiont-too long has it stained the purity of the 
el.miIle, and defiled the sanctity of the altar­
teo long bas it corrupted legislation and perver-

Previous to iSluiulf tbe pl'ccedinr Proclamation, the Governcn: had

Burrage 
Smith, John Whitney. and Riohal"ll Howard-t/lat others have absented· 
themselv8'l flom thp.ir lamities, 1UI1i the state, and continue absent with .. 
full knowlet.!ge of the suspiCions which rest upon them-that mllny of the 
witnesses havf' suddenly disappeared, and cannot be traeed....,..that two of 
those who were callet.! as witneases before tht! Grand Jury ef Monroe. 
county, at R9chester, to wit. Edward Doyle, merr.bant, and SilJleon B. 
Jewet, attorney aUaw, refused to testify. because, as they alleged, t~ 
could not do 10 Irul!1 'withO'Ut crimmating themlewu-that otbers have re~ 
lated stories on oath, which are utterly increclible-and what inference. 
can bedrawri from all this, but that Morgan has been murderet.!. and thllt 
(reat numbers of men, heretofore respectable. have been accemlries to his 
Jnurder. Whether ALL who were concerned in his kidnapping have 
been accessarillP, or cunsented to his death, we undertake not to decide: 
But, whatever were the original duigm or rnohtle, of those who were 
concerned in his «happearance, all of thelll who have Dot fully, frankly 
and promptly eXI,lained the part they are known to have performed, have 
we think. no tight to complain if their fellow citizens in general regarB· 
them Ill! aecessaries to, the murder of William, Morgan, and shl1l1 he~(. 
ter treat them accordingly.

PosTe.,PT,-We have long expected to receive a statem.ntor depo­
sition., Cram aD eye witn_, which, we had good reason to .uppoee, would 
put an eDd to all coqjectur8S, as to the coW'!!e that had been puraued in 
disposing of William Morgan after hie arrival at Fort Niagara. After 
the Narrative had been put to preas we received the fOllowing statement, 
made to two membera of one of the committees by a credible witnen, a 
man of good character and standing. a Royal Arch Mason, as from hie own 
knowledge, but who has as yet· declined giving his deposition, because he 
has been ClIIlled upon as a witn81!8 and. expects to testify in Cl)urt hill 
knowledge of the matter. The statement is as Collows:-

.. After Morgan left the carriage at the grave yard, he was taken to the 
bottom of the hill at the Fort.. The lerryman was called up by thole 
."ho had charge of him. Here Morgan received lome water, which he 
llad called fOr in Crant of Co). King's at YOUDglltoWII. When taken t. 
the boat he was supported by two men: be _8 pinioned and hoodwink~ 
ed: he wa. placed in a boat and carried to the Canada shore. On reach­
ingthatsbore l"Ivo of the kfoepersleft the boat-Morgan and two othel'll 
r.emained on the beach, while they (i. e • .the tw ... first) went IOta town. 
Those who were left with the boat were direeted to leave the shr.re in the 
boat, if any person should approach it, without giving a signal which had 
been agreed upon. There WIle, however-, no· intrUllion. The two who 
had gODe into the to'Wn returned, after an absence which llIight have 
been one and an half or two houra. The time of their absence seemell 
long to the inforlllant, who waited with the boat.. Two other persons 
came to the shore with them aD their return: they came near the boat, 
and held a consultation in a low tone of voice, which the informant diel 
not heaf: when it broke up all who had crossed from the Unitl'd States' 
t<bore returned in the boat to the F~rt. Morgan, as beforl', was supported 
from the shore by two men, taken into the Fort, ar,d put into the Maga­
:tine. This place had been fixed upon one or two days previous, as one 
where Morgan could be.looged in case ofQt'ccssity. This took place itl 
the morning of the Courteenth of September. 

"During that day Morgan made much noise, and in the course of the day 
two mew.ngera were sent to Lewiston, where a Chapter was that day in.­
stalled, to procure aid to silence the noise. Some pel'l!ons came down t~ 
the Fort from Lewiston, and produced stillness. On the evening of the 
14th of September, twenty or thirty persons came to the Fort in the steam 
boat, or otherwise, all of whom soon disappeared, excepting about elev­
en: after a time several of thole last went away • 

.. During the night several persons were together in the vicinity of the 
Fort, aUlong whom the tate or disposition of Morgan was discussed. Tbis 
discussion ended eome time aner midnight, and nothing was decided upon, 
The next evening a sUlall number debated the IIIlme subject with great 
wUUlation, but came to no decision. Morgan was still in the Magazin~ 
01\ the seventeenth, when our informant left the pla:l8, and did not return 
until the twenty-firat day of the saUle month, when he found that Morgan 
had been disposed oJf'. Those who had Morgan in their custody. when 
he left the place, gave him, on his return, to undel'l!tand that Morgan bI,d 
been put to death. That the interior of the Magazine was put in order. 
and, as our inCQlDl8Dt 11'88 toW •. bIul beeD examined by ene or more fH-
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. SODS (rom Lewiston. who visited the Fort tor that purpose, aDd all tfaings 

were pronounced to be in ordElr; that the wan. were el0l81y looked over 
to see if Morgan had left any writings upVD them; aft..- all .... bich. a. 
man. or perhaps two. were tequ8lted to traftIM tJae sbore or the lake to) 
see if ally bodYlhould doat uhore."

to the cirizPDs of Rhode-islAnd, entitled" JOIN Oil D1B," and the motto 
of which wal-REBELLION TO TYRAIfT' IS OBEDI.ltC. TO GOD: This 
address Gordon quotes as baying contributed, _e than any olhtl' 
publication, to fix the mind. of the people of Rhode bland in fayour 
of the rev .. lution. GeDpral Prelcott seized my father's new and nlua­
hie Printing-olllce, and pot it into the haDd. of a Capt HOWE, of the 
Britisharmy, a gentleman of talent, who .soon torned it into a aoul. 
in.tead of a REPUBLICAN battery, and my (ather's own prell and type. 
Were osed in printing 'he olllcial docllment which prochtimed him an 
out-Ia. But thil p' ascription did oot.lBtisfy thlO YlOngeRnce of Pres­
cott, who wal not a mere lolrtier, but one of the most rancorous of roy­
alins: It was a common thing with him, so warm and "iolent were 
his fet'lings ill a PartiSAn, wben he .aw two or three citizeM in a cir· 
cle, in the street, 10 shakr hi. caue or sword over their heada, ezelaim­
ing_U displ'rse yoa rebels!" In this rancorous spirit he ordered a 
l1umber of yaluable buildings to be torn dnwn, seyeral of which belong. 
ed to my fathpr, and the materialsconsumed a~ tire-wood at the Briti.h 
Itarracks. Thes., were not the only saet'ificel m~ flit her made in ~­
half of the revolol ion. He loaDed ,20 000 in specie at one time to the. 
gOYernmeDt-Rnd he received certificates for it, which he was finally 
driveu to the nece.sily of lellin~ to spt'culatora, at from two to three 
shillings in the pound j and my industry and that of my brotbe,. has 
since been taxed to p"y ~he full amollnt 10 these speculators. What an 
ontrage wa. the funding sy.tem upon every principle of motal and po­
litical justIce. fhis position. however, though pt'rfectly true, is not 
so clear to the cenerallty of our cl'ontrymen, as It I. to those who know. 
as I do, both the ,eere' and the public history of that sy.t~m: for Ihe 
intelligent readpr Is oot, I presume, to be told, that there is Icarce a 
ltatute in existence, which hRS not Its private as well RI public hiltory. 
But to returo to the m·orl' immediate lubject of this note. I canDot 
coDclade without paying a compliment due to Capt. HOWB, to whom 
General Prescott alligned the charre of the Newport Mercury Print.

Although this atrair is clothed with mystery, as is every other transac­
tion ofthe mystic tie of. a similar nature; yet I believe that the facts coo­
nected with tbis aft'air are such (when stated.. before a scrutinizing public) , 
RS to afford anotber strong proof of the dangerous nature and tendency of 
SECRET ASSOCIATIoNS. 

It is not my intention at thi8 time actually to prove that my father wa, 
JI1urdered by masons, but mel ely to state facta that are, and were trans- -
acted at the time, and leave it to the wiadom of the public to draw their 
ewn inferences. 

Forme to state that he was murdered by mason8 might invOlve me in 
difficulty to those who .. re ever seeking the libel ty and life of the hon­

guide or protection, I fel~ the weight of my loss al sincerely as ever an,.

theBe acenea of sorrow" it caused them. to sink so deep into. my mind, tb",t 
they are u rr.h in recol1,ection 81 tho~ th.ey :were bui a mentb past. 

My father was a man ot: s(!ber, .teady habits, aad punctual ill aU hi, 
engagemenbl.and what,rWght be atiled a strict moralist.

recollect; he did not return at night, which ea\llled uneasiness in the 
(amily as he Was not" used to be absent atnight without the knowledge of 
the family. 

Myself, with Iny elder brother then living. ma<le some enquiry roUnd 
the neighborhood. which was somewhat compact. and expressed our 
fears that something had befallen him; Aut being perltll1.ded by a neighbor 
f)lfJ80n to let the matter relt. he telling U9, that it was likely he had gone 
home with "lr. "'******. a mason; and that he (my father) would feel

The morning eame; but no fond husband or tender fathe, rehirned to­

towards every avenue by which it was likely he would return. we laW 'we fIJIJIOni apJYfoathang IN' dwelling, who brought me ~ad, heart rending. 
lOul chilling information. that the fond hubllnd and affecqonate father 
lay a lifeless corpse in the 11IIjoining woods; &lid to eap the climax of sor­
II"OW and wo, we were informed, that he had beaD his own executionjlr ! 

We repaired to the spot, (my pen abn08t ""rink' from its task. Whilst 
"my bosom heaves the filial sigh of al"ection. which twenty.folJr'1'lars has 
not obliterated) there we found the ghastly. mangled corps of him that 
.e held most dear. He was lying on the ground with his throat horribly 
C'Ut-he had severaillab, 'Urlder the left breaJI, one of which, it was IBid. 
'by those exlllllined, U'fJ8 to the heart !-a 6M1ilfl on the /OTehr.ad, where 
the blood had .ettled, ,aid hy ml1lOn8 that it was done when hEl feU-the 
leaves and ground wher .. he lay somewh&t disturb.t.d. and covered with 
blood. He harl ill his hand a knife. with which apparently the deed had 
been done-;..whethel" in his right or left hand I am not able to say~but 
he war a right handed man. The bark was hewed from the tree by 
which he lay; said by mtUOn, that when he Itahbed himself the blootl 
8pouted on the tree, and he whittled it op"" tcith 11M 1cnVe! . 

I stepped very near to view the mangled throat of my father. I waa 
requested 0.11 II malDn to stand back. We were all .100II requested to retire. 
which we did. The masons then took the whole management of the af. 
fair. Thev pretended to c;all ajury of inquest. and brought in a verdict of 
.uicide. They proceeded to procure a cotli"" and I believe at their own 
expense. He was laid out in the woods. and borne from thence to the 
place of interment, and buried about three or four o'clock 1M IIHRIl day.­

- One circumstanc,' 1 WIll mention, although trivial in itself; yet it will 
Berve to throw sOllle light on what 1 ehall remark before I c1oee. On the' 
aay of our sorrow. and before my father's ~urial, one of those rIUJIOfIit 
frietuU. I(nowing that there was a sum of IDODey (a littla short ofa hun-

. dred dollars in specie,) and a good watch in the house, in II fJerg .frimtlly 
tntJnnet' came and told my mother, that when a man murdered himself his 
property wlI!' confiscated; and he adVised that the boys sbould bide the 

• money and the watch. We were immediately sent for tbis purpose. On my 
uncle, the Doctor eoming in, and enquiring for us. my mother took the 
Doctor uide to inform him of Ol1r business; tbis same masonic friend fol­
Itlwed immediately. and obsernd, tbal it was not the law of this country, 
but of England 

As tomy father being excluded from the Lodge,l know nothing of it •. 
As to the con vocation of the Lodge. on important busineSl!, previous to 

his death, I am not able to say; but his burial took plaQII on Sunday. On 
Monday fonowin!!'. the Lotl~e was convened. Soon after this my uocle 
JODdthan Murdock. of.'t; ew Lebanon. came to Rensselaerville, and he being.

Dr. Elisha Murdock was living the last I heard from him. He residerl 
in the town of Spenc.ertowll, in the east pllrt ot this state; the county 1 
do not recollect. He Iivesabout twenty·fivemiles from Albany. You will 
please tOCODllDunica1e:.o him, as you can 0.10 ite88ler than I, and perhaPs 
obtain information dire .. Urom him. 

I believe I have ~tated all t he most prominent facts relating to this mys­
terious aIf~r. and answered your qUe!'tions which ale bot thrown out by 
the etatemolnts of facts which I have stated; and still the matter is shroud­
ed in mystery. 

Ifhe wu not murdered by mMon~. by whom and for what cause was 
he mUldered? It appears to me to be impossible for a man to stab himself 
lo the heart and out his own throat! 

The question mav next arise, Wt\S he not murdered by an individual 
lIasaSl!in. If 80, ",hy was he doubly murdered? Ifhe murdered himself. as 
declared by the above inquest, why were the mllSons ill surb haste to get 
him entombed ?----and thell not one ofthem presenting themselves at the 
place of interment.' 

The probability in my minll is. almost beyond a tloubt. although I would.

cordingly! Thus, I believe, my Father fen a victim to masonic vengeance, 
and that without a cau .. !

I do not know of any occasioll, when one of the 
wisest men we ever had at the helm-either in the 'Btate or 
federal government-I mean Georg;e Clinton-was ever ho­
noured by such pageantry! Without, lh.-refore, detract­
