IEREMONY FOR luNERALS. 

The ceremonies which are observed on the 
occasion of funerals are highly appropriate ; 
they are performed as a melancholy Masonic 
duty, and as a token of respect and affection to 
the memory of a departed Brother. No Mason 
can be interred with the formalities of tho 
Order, unless be has been advanced to tho 
third degree. Fellow Crafts and Apprentices 
are not entitled to funeral obsequies. All the 
Brethren who walk in procenion should ob-
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serve, as much as possible, an uniformity In 
their dress. Black clothes, with white gloves 
and aprons, are most suitable. 

The Brethren being assembled at the Lodge 
room, (or some other convenient place,) the 
presiding officer opens the Lodge in the third 
degree; and, having stated the purpose of the 
meeting, a procession is then formed, which 
moves to the house of the deceased, and from 
thence to the place of interment.

_living." Here, around us, in that peace which 
the world cannot give, sleep the unnumbered 
dead. The gentle breeze fans their verdant 
covering, they heed it not; the sunshine and 
the storm pass over them, and they are not dis­
turbed; stones and lettered monuments sym­
bolize the affection of surviving friends, yet no 
sound proceeds from them, save that silent but 
thrilling admonition, " seek ye the narrow path 
and the straight gate that lead unto eternal 
life.'' 

We are again called upon to consider the 
uncertainty of human life ; the immutable 
certainty of death, and the vanity of all human 
pursuits. Decrepitude and decay are written 
upon every living thing. The cradle and the 
coffin stand in juxtaposition to each other; and 
it is a melancholy truth, that, so soon as we 
begin to live, that moment also we begin to 
die. It is passing strange, that notwithstand­
ing the daily mementoes of mortality that cross 
our path ; notwithstanding the funeral bell so 
often tolls in our ears, and the "mournful pro­
cession" go about our streets, that we will not 
more seriously consider our approaching fate. 
We go on from design to design, add hope to 

· hope, and lay out plans for the employment of 
many years, until we are suddc::nly alarmed at 
the approach of the Messenger of Death, at a 
moment when we least expect him, and which 
we probably conclude to be the meridian of our 
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What, then, are all the externals of human 
dignity, the power of wealth, the dreams of am­
bition, the pride of intellect, or the charms of 
beauty, when Nature has paid her just debt? 
Fix your eyes on the last sad scene, and view 
life stript of its ornaments, and exposed in it1 
natural meanness, and you must be persuaded 
of the utter emptiness of these delusions. In 

' the grave· all fallacies are detected, all ranks 
are leveled, and all distinctions are done away. 

While we drop the sympathetic tear over tho 
grave of our deceased Brother, let us cast 
around his foibles, what ever they may havo 
been, the 6road mantle of Masoni& ellart'ly, nor 
withhold from his memory the commendation 
that his virtues claim at our bands. Perfection 
on earth has never yet been attained ; tho 
wisest, as well as the best of men, have gone 
astray. Suffer, then, the apologies of human 
nature to plead for him who can no longer 
extenuate for himself. 

Our present meeting and proceedings will 
have been vain and useless, if t.hey fail to excite 
our seriou!! reflections, and strengthen our re­
solutions of amendment. Be then persuaderi, 
my Brethren, by the uncertainty of human life; 
and the unsubstantial nature of all its pursuits, 
and no longer postpone the all-important con­
cern of preparing for Eternity. Let us each 
embrace the present moment, and while time 
and opportunity offer, prepare for that great

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be as p01son to our lips, and happy reflections 
of a well-spent life afford the only consolation. 
Thus shall our hopes be not frustrated, nor we 
hurried, unprepared, into the presence of that 
all-wise and powerful Judge, to whom the 
secrets of every heart are known. Let us re­
solve to maintain, with greater assiduity, the 
dignified character of our profession. May our 
faith be evinced in a correct moral walk and 
:eportment; may our !lope be bright as the 
glorious mysteries that will be revealed here­
after; and our charlty boundless as the wants 
of our fellow-creatures. And having faithfully 
discharged the great duties which we owe to 
GoD, to our neighbor and ourselves; when at 
last it shall please the Grand Master of the U ni­
verse to summon us into His Eternal presence, 
may the trestle-!Joard of our whole lives pass 
tuch inspection that it may be given unto each 
of us to •• eat of the hidden manna," and to re­
ceive the "white stone with a new name writ­
ten," that will ensure perpetual and unspeak­
able happiness at His right hand.

From time immemorial, it has been the 
custom among the fraternity of Free 11-nd Ac­
cepted Masons, at the request of a Brother, to 
accompany his corpse to the place of in­
terment, and there to deposit his remains with 
the usual formalities. 

In conformity to this usage, and at the reo 
quest of our deceased Brother, whose memory 
we revere, and whose loss we now deplore, we 
have assembled in the character of Masons, to 
offer up to his memory, before the world, the 
last tribute of our affection ; thereby demon­
strating the sincerity of our past esteem for 
him, and our steady attachment to the prin­
ciples of the order. 

The Great Creator has been pleased, out of 
his infinite mercy, to remove our Brother from 
the cares and troubles of this transitory exis­
tence, to a state of endless duration, thus 
severing another link from the fraternal chain 
that binds us together; may we, who survive 
him, be more strongly cemented in the ties of 
:.mion and friendship ; that, during the short 
space alloted us here, we may wisely and use­
fully employ our time ; and, in the reciprocal 
intercourse of kind and friendly acts, mutually 
promote the welfare arid happiness of each 
"ther, Unto the rave we have consi .ned ho
