END OF THE CEREMONY OF
INITIATION.
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Erplanation of the Sitcf
Tracing Woard.

HE ufages and cuftoms
amon{g Mafons have ever
correfponded with thofe

of theancient Egyptians,
to which they bear a near affinity;
thefe philofophers being unwilling
to expofe their myfteries to vulgar
eyes, concealed their particular
tenets and principles of polity and
philofophy under certain hiero-
glyphical figures, and exprefled
their notions of government by
f...ns and {ymbols, which they
communicated to their Magialone,
and they were bound by oath never
to reveal them. Pythagoras feems
to have eftablifhed his {yftem on a
fimilar plan, and many other orders
of a more recent date have copied
theirexample. Mafonry,however,
is not only the moft ancient, but
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¥ 5| the moft moral Inftitution thatever
= Y| exifted, as every chara&er, figure,
and emblem depicted in the Lodge
has a moral tendency, and ferves to
inculcate the practice of virtue in
all its genuine profeflors. Let me
firft dire¢t your attention to the
form of the Lodge, which is an
oblong {...e, in length from E. to
W., in breadth between N.and S.,
its depth from the furface of the
earth to its centre, and even as high
as the heavens. A Mafonic Lodge
is of this vaft extent, to fhow the
univerfality of the fcience, likewife
thata Mafon’s charity fhould know
no bounds fave that of prudence.

Our Lodges ftand on holy
ground, on account of three grand
offerings thereon made, which met
. with Divine approbation, (con/ult
4tb Section of the Leiture,) and are
fituated due E. and W., becaufe all
places of Divine worthip, as well
as Mafons’ regularly well-formed
conftituted Lodges are,or ought to
be, fo fituated ; for which we, as
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Mafons, affign three reafons: 1ft,

| the Sun, the Glory of the Lord,

rifes in the E. and fets in the W.;
and, Learning ori‘ginated intheE.,
and from thence fpread its benign
influence to the W, ; there is like-
wife a third, laft, and grand reafon,
which is too long to be entered
upon now, but which in the courfe
of the Lectures you will have
many opportunities of hearing.
Our Lodges are fupported by three
great pillars, which are Wifdom,
Strength, and Beauty; Wifdom
to contrive, Strength to fupport,
and Beauty to adorn; Wifdom
to condu& us in all our under-
takings, Strength to {upport us
under all our difficulties, and
Beauty to adorn the inward man.
(Confult ath Seiion of Letiure.)
Solomon, King of Ifrael, for his
Wifdomin building and dedicating

the Temple at Jerufalem to God’s |
fervice; Hiram, King of Tyre, |
for his Strength in fupporting
him with men and materials ; and




Hiram Abiff, for his curious and
mafterly workmanthip in beauti-
fying and adorning the fame. But
as we have no noble orders in
Archite@ure known by the names
of Wifdom, Strength, and Beauty,
we refer them to the three moft
. celebrated, which are the Doric,
Ionic, and Corinthian. The cover-
ing of a Mafonic Lodge is a
celeftial canopy of divers colours,
even the heavens. We hope to
arrive at the fummit by the affift-
ance of a ladder, in Scripture called
Jacob’s ladder.  (Confult 42h Sec-
tion of Lefture.) This ladder has
many ftaves or rounds, but there
are three principal ones, namely,
Faith, Hope and Charity; Faith
in the Great Archite@ of the Uni-
verfe, Hope in falvation, and to be
in Charity with all men. (Confult
4th Seftion of Lefture.) This lad-
der refts on the vol. of the Sacred
Law, becaufe by the do&rines con-
tained in that Holy Book, we are
taught to believe in the wife dif-
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penfations of Divine Providence,
which belief ftrengthens our faith,
and enables us to afcend the firft
ftep; this faith naturally creates
in us a hope of becoming partakers
of fome of the blefled promifes
therein contained, which hope en-
ables us to afcend the fecond ftep,
but thethird and laft being Charity,
comprehends the whole, and the
Mafon who is in poffeffion of this
virtue in its moft ample fenfe, may
be juftly deemed to have arrived
at the fummit of Mafonry ; figu-
ratively {peaking, an ethereal man-
fion, veiled from mortal eyes by
the ftarry firmament, emblemati-
cally depicted in our Lodges by
feven ftars, which have an allufion
to as many regularly made Mafons,
without which number no Lodge
is perfect, neither can any candi-
date be legally initiated therein.
The interior of the Lodge is com-
pofed of Ornaments, Furniture,
and Jewels; the ornaments are the
Mofaic pavement, the blazing ftar,




and the indented or teflelated bor-
der; the Mofaic pavement is the
beautiful flooring of the Lodge,
the blazing ftar is the glory in the
. centre and the indented or tefle-
lated border is the fkirtwork round

the fame. (Confult sth Seftion of ||

Lefture) The furniture of the
Lodgearethe volume of the Sacred
Law, the Compafles, and Square ;
the Sacred Writings are to rule
and govern our faith, and on them
we O...i...e our candidates for
Freemafonry, fo are the Compafles
and Square when united, to regu-
late our lives and aétions.

The Sacred Writings are de-

%0 | rived from God to man in gene-
7Ny ral, the Compaffes belong to the

Grand Mafter in particular, and
the Square to the whole craft.
The volume of the Sacred Law 1%
derived from God to man in gene-
ral, becaufe the Almighty has been
pleafed to reveal more of his Di-

In traverfing thisc......e, we muft
of neceflity touch on both thofe
parallel lines, as well as the vo-
lume of the Sacred Law; and
while a Mafon keeps himfelf thus
circumfcribed, it is impoflible he
can err.

Lewis denotes ftrength, and is
here depicted by certain pieces of
metal dovetailed into a ftone,
which forms a cramp, and enables
the operative Mafon to raife great
weights to certain heights, while
fixing them on their proper bafis,
without which convenience he

could not fo eafily do. Lewis
likewife denotes the fon of a Ma-
fon, whofe duty it is to bear the
burden and heat of the day, which
his parents, by reafon of their great
age, ought to be exempt from ; to
affift them in time of need, {o as to
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render the clofe of their days happy
and comfortable ; he has the privi-
lege, for fodoing, to be madea Ma-
fon, before any other perfon, how-
ever dignified.

Pendant to the four corners
are four taffels, which reprefent
the four cardinal virtues, namely,
Temperance, Fortitude, Prudence
and Juftice. The diftinguifhing
characteriftics of every free and ac-
cepted Mafon, are Virtue, Honour,
and Mercy, the whole of which,

S\ | the building of King

ZE8N number of Artificers
were employed, confifting of E. A.

King Solomon’s temple ; they got

entrance of which their attention
was particularly arrefted by two
great pillars, that on the ...t was
called whichdenotesS
thaton the r
which denotes to eftablifh, and

=2 when conjoined f...a...y, for God
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faid « In my {...h will I eftablifh
this mine houfe to ftand firm for
ever.” Thofepillarswere 35 cubits
high, in circumference 12, in dia-
meter 4 ; they were formed hollow,
the better to ferve as archives to
Mafonry, for therein were depo-
fited theirconftitutional rolls ; their
outer rim or fhell was four inches
or a hand's breadth, and made of
molten or caft brafs; they were
caft on the plains of the Jordan,
in the clay grounds between Suc-
coth and Zeredatha, where King
Solomon ordered thofe and all his
holy veffels to be caft. The fu-
perintendent of the cafting of
them was H...m A...ff the widow’s
fonof T...e. They were adorned
with two chapiters, 5 cubits each,
and enriched with net work,
lily work, and pomegranates; net
work, from the conneéion of its
mefhes, denotes unity ; lily work,
from its whitenefs, peace; and
pomegranates, from the exuber-
ance of their feed, denote plenty.
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There were two rows of pome-
| granates on each chapiter, one
| hundred in a row, they were fur-
ther adorned with two fpherical
balls, on which were delineated
maps of the celeftial and terreftrial
globes, which point out to us
Mafonry as being univerfal, and
confidered finithed when the net
work or canopy was thrown over
them. They were placed at en-
trance of the Temple, as a memo-
rial to the children of Ifrael of the
happy deliverance of- their fore-
fathers from their Egyptian bond-
age, and in commemoration of the
pillars of fire and cloud; King
Solomon ordered them to be placed
at the entrance of the Temple, as
the moft proper and confpicuous
part, that the children of Ifrael
might have that happy event con-
tinually before their eyes, in going
to and returning from Divine wor-
fhip. After paffing thofe two great
pillars, they arrived at the foot of
a winding ftaircafe, when their




afcent was oppofed by the ancient
J. W., who demanded of our
brethren the p...s w...d ofaF. C.

of the world.

I now prefent to you the work-
ing tools of a M. M., which are
the Skirrit, Pencil, and Compaffes.
The Skirrit is an implement which

and tranquillity to the Ifraelitith |7
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aéts on a centre pin, whence a
line is drawn to mark out the
ground for the foundation of the
intended ftructure ; with the Pen-
cil the fkilful artift delineates the
building in a draft or plan, for
the diretion and guidance of the
workmen ; and the Compafles en-
ables him with accuracy and pre-
cifion to afcertain and determine
the limits and proportions of its
feveral parts. But as we are not
all operative, but free and ac-
cepted or fpeculative Mafons, we
apply thefe tools to our morals.
In this fenfe, the Skirrit points
out that ftraight and undeviating
line of condu@® marked out for
our purfuits in the volume of
the Sacred Law ; the Pencil points
out to us that all our words and
aéions are obferved and recorded
by the Moft High, to whom we
mutft give an account of our aétions
through life; and the Compafles
remind us of His unerring and
impartial juftice, in having defined
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for our inftru&ion the limits of

good and evil, and that He will |
either reward or punifh us as we
have obeyed or difregarded His
divine commands. Thusthe work-
ing tools of a M. M. dire& us
to bear in mind, and a& accord-
ing to, the laws of our Divine
Creator, fo that when we fhall be
fummoned from this fublunary
abode, we may afcend to the Grand
Lodge above, where the world’s
great Archite& lives and reigns

for evermore.
