It presably ail started with the women's movement, which gave society the message that vicums of
anpression need not be silent. They should be able tc talk about what haprened to them without being blamed
for tneir percetraters' transgressions. Many of the early feminists were focused on women's rights in society.
Simultaneously, wemen all over the States also started remembening another form of viclence

In the 1570s and 80s, Amencan wamen who were incest survivors started speaking out. No, they
dicn't seduce their fathers; they were raped. No, they didn't like it. Yes, they wish it had never happened. It
scarred ‘heir fives. No, they didn't fantasize . Their lucidity set the stage for aur present decade of uncovering
the hidden and naming abuses. In united voice, they contradicted the experts whase cpinions jeined with
common "wisdom’ cver the centuries o sabotage truth and justice and blame innocent victims. They heid seif-
suppart meetings so that survivors could share and validate ane another. They wrote books on incest and
produced art exhibits and theatre performances.

At the same time, some, not alt by any means, survivers of severe repressed frauma observed that
they had divided parts within themseives, that different personas had differentinterests, manners, outlooks,
- personalities, functions. Professionals gave these survivors the diagnosis of Multiple Personality Disorder.
As their treatment progressed, inevitably they discovered that some of the personas recalled severe sexual
abuse at home, sometimes by multiple perpefratars.

As time went on, though this all happened very fast, some survivors remembered fathers and mothers
raping and violating them, their brothers and sisters. Mareover, the rapes were not so secret as in families
where there 1s incest by one parent only. Here there was open collusion. Sometimes known community
members, inciuding high up polificians and professionals, were remembereq viclating together. Survivors

Frank Fuster was found guitty and will not be eligible for parole until the year 2150. Since he has been
in prison, Fuster tried to hire a man to kill his wife by offering him the video tapes of the rituals he did with the
children.

The exposure and conviction of Frank Fuster had some far-reaching effects.

Parents initially reacted with shock, quilt, and denial. Government officials
in Florida reacted strongly to the widely publicized case by assembling task
forces, drafting tougher legisiation, and running on election platforms in 1584
denouncing child mofestation. A wave of media attention brought to fight at
least fourteen other child abuse amests. Forty ilegal child-care facilities were
shut down in a matter of weeks. An emergency session of the legislature
was held in 1985, and some forty bills pertaining to chiki welfare were
introduced ®

As we see in Frank Fuster's case, SOMEONE DID BELIEVE THE CHILDREN and there was some
retributon. This, unfortunately. is nct always the way it ends up. | regret to say that the community's respanse

The Bible speaks ¢f Nimrod in the tenth chapter of Genesis as being a member of the family of Ham, one of

the sons of Noah.

(Genesis 10:6-10 KJV) And the sans of Ham; Cush, and Mizraim, and Phut,
and Canaan. {7} And the sons of Cush; Seba, and Havilah, and Sabtah, and
Raamah, and Sabtechah: and the sons of Raamah; Sheba, and Dedan. {8}
And Cush begat Nimod: he began to be a mighty one in the earth. {8} He
was a mighty hunter before the LORD: wherefore it is said, Even as Nimrod
the mighty hunter before the LORD. {10} And the beginning of his kingdom
was Babel, and Erech, and Accad, and Calneh, in the land of Shinar.

According to the Jewish histanian Flavius Josephus, Nimrod was the man who was responsible for the
building of the Tower of Babel. This is the first recorded attempt of man trying to establisk a One World
Government and a Universal Religion in opposition to God.

Now it was Nimrod who excited them to such an affront and contempt of
God. He was the grandson of Ham, the son of Noah, a bold man, and of
great strength of hand. He persuaded them not to ascribe it to God, as if it
was through his means that they were happy, but to believe that it was their
own courage which procured that happiness. He also graduatly changed the
govemment into tyranny, -seeing no other way of tuming men from the fear
of God, but to bring them into a constant dependence upon his power.

Genesis 10:25 appears to refer to God's first attempt to divide the people of the earth into
nations.

(Genesis 10:25 KJV) And unto Eber were bam two sons: the name of one
was Peleg; for in his days was the earth divided; and his trother's name was
Joktan.

Expositor Robert Candlish comments on Genesis 10:25;

Eher receives a commission from God to divide the earth among them—to
snnounce lo the several tribes and families their appointed homes, and to
lay down,, as an a map, their different routes and destinations. This charge
he executes, and in memory of sa remarkable a transaction, he gives the
name of Peleg, signifying "division,” 1o his son, bom about the time when it
took place.™

Itis clearly God's will as revealed in the Scriptures for the people of the Earth to be divided into nations
and therefore the action of Nimrod in building the Tower of Babel was clearly an act of rebellion against Ged.

(Deuteronomy 32:8 KJV) When the Most High divided to the nations their
inheritance, when he separated the sons of Adam, he set the bounds of the
neaple accerding to the number of the children of Israel.

(Acts 17:26 KJV) And hath made of one hicod all nations of men for to dwell
on alt the face of the earth, and hath determined the fimes before appointed,
and the bounds of their habtation;

The plan of Nimrod failed because God intervened and confounded their language.

{Genesis 11:7-8 KJV} G to, let us go down, and there confound their
language, that they may not understand one another's speech. {8} So the
LORD scattered them abroad from thence upon the face of all the garth: and

Nimrod was apparently kiled because of his open and public displays of wickedness. Herein lies the
real reason for the establishment of the secret mystery religion.

continue—f, abgve all, | was 1o 1ake a step in advance, it was indispensatie
that it should operated in secret. The terror of an execution, inflicted cn one
s0 mighty as Nimrod, made it needful that, for some time to come af least,
the extreme of caution shauld be used. In these circumstances, then, began,
there can hardly be a doubt, that system of "Mystery " which, having 3abylon
for its center, has spread over the world. In these Mystenes, under the seal
of secrecy and the sanction of an oath, and by means of al the fertile
resources of magic, men were gradually led back to all the idolatry that had
been publicly suppressed, while new features were added to that idotatry
that made it still more blasphemous than before.”

This Mystery Refigion, with its ongin established in the ancient kingdom of Babylon, is still being carried
on by various groups today. These groups which are propagating the Ancient Religion of Satan form the
comrerstone of what the Bible calls in Revelation Chapter seventeen, *Mystery Babylon®.

These Mysteries, like the others, were
celebrated in the Spring, at the Vemal Equinox, when he was restored to [fe,
at which time, when thay were insfituted, the Sun (Adon, Lord, or Master)
was in the Sign Taurus, the domicite of Venus.”

Christians, however we feel we must present evidence to suppart our conclusions. We feel it is best
to let you, the reader, see the true depth of evil that is contained in the _Mystery Religions.

® 1 THE CONNECTION BETWEEN FREEMASONRY AND THE MYSTERY RELIGIONS

There is certainly no shortage of testimonies by Masonic autherities as to the relationship of Freemasonry
and the Mystery Reiigions. Accarding to Joséph Fort Newton, Masonry is the “spiritual descendant® of the
Mysteries. Joseph Fort Newton was a 33" Mason who served as Past Grand Chaptain of the Grand Lodge of
lowa and Past Grand Prelate of the Grand Encampment of Knights Templar of the United States. frt his book,
The Builders, he states:

Masonry stands in this tradition; and if we may not say that it is historcally
refared to the great ancient orders, it is their spiritual descendant, and
renders much the same ministry to our age which the Mysteries rendered to
the clden world.”

In kis boox, The Meaning of Masonry, W.L. Wilmshurst, the Past Provincial Grand Registrar {West
Yorks) makas the foliowing statement:
It remalns with the Craft itseif whether it shall enter upon its own heritage as
a lineal successcr of the arcient Mysteries and Wisdom—~teaching, or
waether, by failing sc ‘o do, it will undergo the inevitable fate of everything
that is but a form from which its native spirit has departed ™
The book, Freemasonry fts Hidden Meaning, by George H. Steinmetz, published by Macoy Publishing
and Masonic Supply Company, calls the *teaching of the Mysteries, the true parent of Freemasonry” and states
that Freemasonty is a descendent ar reincamation of the Mysteries.

The Masonic Lodge in Indiana makes no effert to hide its connection with the Mystery
Religions. It openly boasts of its connection with the Ancient Mysteries. The Master Mason, a book authonzed
by the Grand Lodge F.& A M. of Indiana and compiled by the Committee an Masonic Education, plainly shows
the connection between Hiram Abiff and the Mystery Religions.

The idea that lies behind the Hiramic legend is as old as refigicus
thinking among men. The same elements existed in the story of Qsins,
which was celebrated by the Egyptians in their ancient temples; the ofd
Bersians told it concemning Mithras, their hero god. In Syria, the Dionysian
Mysteries had the very same elements ir the story of Dionysius: for the
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Romars, Bacchus was the god who died and lived again. There is also the
story of Tammuz, older than any of these. These are collectively refarred to
as the ancient mysieries. They were celebraied by secret societies, much
like ours, with allegorical ceremonies. during which the initiates were
advarced from one degree ta another in these old sociefies. Read these oid
stories for yourself and marvei how men in all ages have taught the same
great truths in the same effective way.®
The book, The Master Mason, quoted above challenges the Freemason to read the stories of
these Old Mystery Religions fo see how they teach the same "great truths"™ as Freemasonry, The fruth
is: the Mystery Refigions were the enemies of the church in New Testament imes; they were pagan and
Satanic, loaded with rtuals that included sexual perversion and even human sacrifice.
In the pravious quote, the Indiana lodge proudly states that Hiram Abiff had a direct refationship to
v

Tammuz, which was clearly denounced as an abomination by the Old Testament prophets.

A new day is dawning for Freemasonry. From the insufficiencies of
modem thealogy, the hopelessness of matenalism, and the sterlity of
academic philosophy, meni are tuming to those eternal truths pempetuated in
the arcana of the ancient mysteries.™

Mason SR, Parchment states in his book, Ancient Cperative Masonry.

The higraghants of the universal science and subiime philesophy
taught in the Great Mystenes of Egypt, India, Persia, Chaidea and other
nations of antiguity, reveaied cenain secrets pentaining to the finer forces of

nazire ‘o such candidates as were worthy and well qua:fied. These faithfui
anes were also irstructed in the docirne of universal Brotherhood. and
finally initiated intc the " am that § am” consciousness. These ideals are the
landmarks, tracitions and glyphics of Ancient Operative Freemascnry—
nothing morg.™

Mason R. Swinbume Clymer, M. D.. says in the introduction of his book, The Mysticism of Mascnry.

There are indeed many reasons why the present volume shculd De
generously circulated among alf classes of students of the Occult and
Mystic, éspecially the members of the Masonic bodies ™

The vast majority of Masons smile with derision when the term
*Occult Science” is used in connection with the Mysteries but, despite this,
if it had nat been for the Qccult Fratemities, Masonry could not have
existed.”

It is the duty of every sincere Mason who is interested in the spirit
of the teachings of his Order, carefully to study the philosophy of the masters
who have reconstucted the Ancient Wisdom to suit his needs, and having
done s, to guide his actions in al the affairs of fife so as 0 be prepared for
his entrance into the Great Lodge hall where he must give an account of all
his deeds and in retum receive his *Mark.™

And also from the book:

All Masonry of the past dealt largely with the ethics and symbolism
of the Ancient Mysteries. If the Masons of the present age will but seek for
the spirit of the symbolism upon which the degrees are based, the grandest
achievements in the knowledge and reconstiuction will be passibe and the
mysteries concealed in the Greater Mysteries of Antiquity will be recovered
to them.*

Arother Masonic author J. D. Buck 32° makes these statements in his intraduction of his baok,
Symbolism or Mystic Masonry.

Freemasonry is modeled on the plan of the Ancient Mysteries, with their
glyphics and alegeries, and this s no mere coincidence; the parailels are 100
closely drawn.”

In his book, A Bridge to Light, published by the Supreme Council of U.S.A,, 32° Fresmason Rex R,

Hutchens exclains about the 23rd degree in the Scottish Rite of Freemasonry:
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Here we begin (ne symbolic initiations into the Mysteries practiced
ny the ancienits from whom Masonry has obtained her great trutha.

32° Rev. Charles H. Vail speaks about one of the rites in the Blue Lodge ‘n his book, Ancient
Mysteries and Modem Masonry publishec by the Macay Publishing and Masonic Supply Co.:

The Rite of Circumambulation

This Rite again connests Freemasonry with the Ancient Mysterfes.
It consists in a formal procession around the altar, and ofiginally alluded to
the apparent course of the sun which is from east to west. In ancient Greece
the priests, during the Rites of sacrifice, walked three times around the altar
while chanting a sacred hymn, which was divided into three parts, and each .
part was to be sung at a particular point in the procession. The analogy
between this practice of the ancients and the recitations of a passage of .
Scripture in the Masonic circumambulation is quite apparent.® v

Another Masonic author, Lynn F. Perkins states:

At one point in the Ritual reference is made fo the hidden Mysteries
of Ancient Freemasonry. if there were no other references, or allusions, this
one alone would be sufficient to indicate to any informed persan that Modem
Speculative Masonry is founded upon the Ancient Wisdom of the so-called
*Mystery Schools* that are known to have existed in ancient Egypt, Persia,
India, Tibet, Palistine, Asia Minor, Greece and Italy.*

We believe the documentation above should be sufficient to establish in the minds of honest-hearted
peaple an undeniable link between the Masonic Lodge and the Mystery Religions. Not because we say so,
but because we have read the testimony from their own Masonic authorities. [t is clear that there are man who
are using the modem Mascnic Lodge fo carry on the work of the ancient Mystery Religions. Thisis a cup cf
abomination from which Christians cannot drink.

DIONYSUS - In classical mythology, the god of wine and fertility. His cult
was widespread in Thrace, where the Thracian women were particutarly
dedicated to his orgiastic rites. The women, Maenads, in their ecstatic
frenzy, abandaned their homes, roamed the fields and hillsides, dancing,
swinging their flaming torches. In their passion they caught and tore apart
animals, sometimes even children, and devoured the flesh, thus acquinng
communicn with the divinity.”

MYSTERY RELIGIONS - Certzin pagan religions received inftiates by secret
rites that were not publicly divuiged. The secret knowledge thus acquired
by the aspirant would ensure advantages in his present life and in the
lifa after death.......

The Dionysiac mysteries were observed in different places. The ceremonies
which were orgiastic, required the drinking of the sacred wine, the eating of
raw flesh of the sacrificed animal, drinking its biood. The uitimate purpose
of the cult was an assurance of immortality.....

In Syria the mysteries, again involving a vegetation myth, centered around
Adonis, the consort of the Nature Goddess, wha dies and is rebom.

The Egyptian mysteries of Isis and Osiris were popular throughout the
Graeco-Roman world *

Once again we feel we must apologize for the offensive nature of the quotes. However, as ong as
men will try to defend Freemasonry as something that is compatible with Christianity, we feel even more
compelled to bring the facts to fight and challenge Freemasons wno profess Christianity to justify their
membership in an organization that admits its association with the ancient mystery religions.

J.S. M. Ward explains in his book Who Was Hiram Abiff? how Freemasonry evelved from the ‘great
mystery rites' and also connects these rites with the fertiiity cults and also the biasphemcus death and

resuraction ceramonies of the 'com maiden’, etc..
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Out of these crude beginnings evolved the great mystery rites, and
Freemasonry itself, wherein men were taught the doctrine of the
resurrection of the soul and of life beyond the grave.. .All these
primitive rites are associated with the fertility cult, and in the case of the
women their rites developed info a representation of the death and
resurection of the "com maiden, called by the Greeks "Persephone,” just
as among the men it was the male spirit of vegetation, Tammuz. who
predominated...from such societies as these that some of the ancient
mystenies and the madem Rosicrucians evolved.”

® 3. THE SONNECTION OF FREEMASONRY AND HUMAN SACRIFICE
Having established the first two points in this chapter we will now look into the possibifity of a

-

connection. Setween Freemasonry and human sacrifice. We will begin by asking the questionj-{.'po the
Freemasons know that there is a connection between the Mystery refigions and human sacrifice?”
The answer to that question is, "Some Masons absolutely do know about the Mystery religions and

human sacifice.” Ta prove this point we will quote from a book written by Freemason J. 5. M. Wand, Who Was
Wiram Abiff?. This book is sold in the Macoy Pubiishing and Masanic Supply Company Catalogue. In the

following cuote, Ward describes a fitual of human sacrifice and cannialism and then proceeds to describe
those invoived as people who were on the path of true knowledge and receiving fight from the Supreme
Master.

In view of these rites my readers should bear in mind the fact that in the 16th
century the Mexicans stil sacrificed men as representatives of the gods.
Among them was ane wha represented Qretzlcoatl, the god who wore ears
of com in his hair, and must closely corresponds with the Preserver in other
lands. Many curious legends are told conceming this god, who, according
to one account, was slain by three of the cther gods.........

Itis, therefore, a significant fact that every year a man was chosen forty days
hefore the date of the festival to represent this god and was clothed in his
regalia, which included a sceptre shaped like a sickle. He was first bathed
in 2 lake and then robed in the royal and divine robes. At the end of his forty
days he was slain by having his heart tom from his body, which latter the
worshipers subsequently ate.™

Thus, after having performed a series of most ghastly human sacnfices,
terminating with a cannibalistic feast, the priests of Ancient Mexico would
solemnly preach a sermon inculcating a mast exaited morat code. They laid
it down *hat their flock must be kind and charitable, must lead a humbie,
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quiet ife, rost [must] abhor evil and ¢ling to the good, finally waming them
of the doom of Ine wicked hereafter. while painting in giowing terms the joys
of Paracise.

Where did the Mexican pnest leam such moral lessons? Not from
the ghastly ceremony in which he had just taken part. Does it nof show that
the Supreme Mastar of All does send down messages of light tc even his
most backward children, and thereby leads them on from stage o stage of
True Knowledge?*'

For the author above to imply that Ged? (the Supreme Master of All) sends 'messages of light' after
such 'gastly human sacrfices’ is ndiculous. We feel that it is not the true fight of God which would bring them
to their knees in repentance and fear. Satan is the master of deception and confusion and these ceremonies
described above help to prove that fact.

in the next qucte Ward describes the disgusting human sacrifice and torture that took place in the cult
of Adonis. Later in the same chapter Ward proudly agrees that Ffeemasonr,f 15 a descendant of the Adonis
Cult,

The customn of sacrificing animals by hanging and then stabbing
them was widespread in Asia Minor, and at Herapclis itself the victims were
hung on a tree before they were bumt. We thus see that there is abundant
evidence fo show that in many areas the human representatives of Adonis
perished by being fastened o a tree and stabbed, and a tree in fact is
constantly associated with the sacrifice, no matter whether the victim is
stabbed or, as at Heirapolis, bumnt.

Let us now tum to the method of cutting off the male member and
then letting the victim bleed to death. The slow cruelty of this method
seems quite early fo have led 1o its mitigation, and the Rite developed in two
directions. Either the victim lost his virile organ but the bleeding was
stopped, or else a more expeditious method of causing his death was
adopted, usually that of stabbing.™

It is, however, well to remember that the cult of the vegetation god

was, and is, far more widely spread than was the cult of the individual god

Adonis, althaugh this fact does not affect the other arguments } shall set

farth to show that Freemasonry is a descendant of the Adonis cult.®
We must remind you that Ward's book quoted above is distributed by the Macoy Publishing and
Masanic Supply Company. Freemason Ward had fuil knowledge of the torture, sex perversion, and human

sacriice rtuals and cleary admits that Masorry is a descendant of the Adonis cult.
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The Masonic symbol of the double-headed eagle stems from the pagan rites of human sacrifice.

in this sculpture the youthful prigst, or god, hoids a double-headed
axe In his left hand, which reminds us of the symbol of Sandan anc of the
Masonic gavel. In his right he holds a rod, which ends in an "Ammiess doll.
with the symbal of the cross-barred oval instead of a head.” which, of course,
indicates his close connection with the two fertility deities. He is undoudtedly
the son and over of Astarte, while the bearded deity represents Moioch, or
the god in his aspect of the former lover.

_ Behind the young man are two goddesses, both standing on the
same double-headed eagie, an emblem which at once calls to mind the
double-headed eagie of the 30th degree, or Knights Kadash. As the kadosh,
or sacred men and women, were peculiarly associated with the worship of .
Astarte and Adonis, we cannot ightly brush aside this interesting detail.*

The association of the goat with Freemasanry does not come form the wild conjecture e_f anti-
Masons, but from sofid tradition, Speaking about a sculpture in Asia Minor Ward says:

Beneath the cutsirelch arms of the god and goddess appear the
forequarters of two goats, a fact which suggasts that the popular association

of the goat with modem Freemasonry may have some solid tradition behind
it '

According ta Ward, the symbotism cf the bee in Freemasonry is used because of the fact that

the male bee is a sacrifice victim.

In conciusion it must be remembered that at Antioch and Ephesus
Cybele blended with Astarte and there we find Eunuch priests, sorme of
whom are known as King-bees, which suggests that the survival of the 8ee
in Freemasonry may be due to the fact that it reminded men of the sacrifice
the male insect makes in order that the Queen may be fertilised, the present
theory that it is an emblem of industry being merely a later explanation put
forward at a time when the original meaning had become lost.*

The author of a majority of these informative quotes, J.5.M. Ward had full knowledge of the
pagan rites of human sacrifice and torture that took place in the rites of Astarte, Tammuz and Adonis.
With this full knowledge he states that it is possible that a reformed version of the cultis still taking
refuge in Freemasonry. 7o appreciate these quotes more fully, we will share with you the .authofs

~onclusion.

\We have abuncant evidence also that human victims were requiarty,
at one time, sacrificed to Astarte.”
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Tre man who was sscrificed doubtless represented Tammiz,
disquised as Diomede at a laler date. to whom ultimately the sacrfice was
t-ansferred. The manner of the man's death was as follows: ~He was led ¢r
dragged by youths {perhaps with a halter round his neck} around the altar
‘hree tmes. He was then stabbed in the throat with a spear, and his body
was afterwards bumt on a pyre. The stabbing in the neck cerresponds to the
custom of cutiing the throat of a ram for sacnfice, and perhaps the victim's
three symbolic joumeys were for the purpose of proving to the W(Jl'Shlp
that he was a victim propery prepared.”

The mourming for Tammuz occurred in the Spring, and the priests, worked
up to a state of frenzy by the wild music of flutes and drums, slashed
hemselves so that the blood ran down, in order that it might fertilize the soil.
At such times those desirous of entering the priesthood tore off ail their
clothing and, seizing one of the swords which stood ready, casfrated
themselves. Then holding the bleeding fragments in their hands, they ran
through the streets and flung them inte the houses. whose owners had
thereupon to supply each of them with a complete outfit of female clothing,
which henceforward they always had to wear.®

Although the Greeks medified the rites of Adanis, we must not forget
that their own legends indicate quite cleardy that at one time human
sacrifices were offered even in.Greece, and the modification of the Adanis
cult must therefore be fairy late.®

Thus we find that the cult of Adonis net only dealt with death and
resurrection, but its hero was murdered and the annual celebration started
when a cettain bright star appeared in the East at dawn.

Further, we have seen that certain fragments of this cult still survive as
popular customs in Europe to this day. This being so there is nothmg
impossible in a reformed version of it taking refuge in Freemasonry.®

The author spoke of the Astarte and Adonis cults that are described and studied in Chapter four of his
bock and he is boldly stating the connection of this cult with Freemasonry, and also the passibility of its

existence in Freemasonry today in some modified form. Please read and contempiate the following quotes:

One of these Kings of Tyre called himseif Abi-Melech, which means "Father
of the King" or "Father of Moloch," and is a tite which implies that its bearer
was the father of 2 God...From this we see that the title of Hiram Abiff, i.e.,
"=ather of the Exaltation of Life,” eic., becomes perfectly intelligible ©

In the passage above the connecticn is made between the King of Tyre, Moloch, and the Masonic hero
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Siram Abiff. In the Holy Bibie, this chapter of God's ward begins by rebuking the pride of the Prince of Tyrus.

(Ezekiel 28:2 KJV) Son of man, say unto the prince of Tyrus, Thus saith the
Lord GCO: Because thire heart is lifted up, and thou hast said, | am a God,
| sit in the seat of God., i the midst of the seas; yet thou art a man, and not
God. though thou set thine heart as the heart of God: '

The next Bible passage tells the prophecy that begins to focus on the King of Tyre, who is the real

power behind the Prince of Tyre, Satan himseff.

(Ezekiel 28:12-15 KJV) Son of man, take up a lamentation upon the king of
Tyrus, and say unto him, Thus saith the Lard GOD; Thou sealest up the
sum, full of wisdom, and perfect in beauty. {13} Thou hast been in Edan the
garden of God; every precicus stone was thy covering, the sardius, fopaz,
and ‘he diamand, the beryl, the onyx, and the jasper, the sapphire, the =
emeraid, and the carbuncle, and goid: the workmanship of thy tabrets and
of thy pipes was prepared in thee in the day that thou wast created. {14}
Thou art the anoinied cherub that covereth; and | have set thee so: thou
wast upon the haly mountain of God; thou hast waiked up and down in the
midst of the stones of fire. {15} Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day
that thou wast created, till iniquity was found in thee,

Motoch is well known in Scripture as the pagan god who was worshiped with the sacrifice of human
children.
(Leviticus 20:1-5 KJV) And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, {2} Again,
thou shait say to the children of Israel, Whosoever he be of tha children of -
Israel, or of the strangers that sojourn in isragl, that giveth any of his seed
unto Molech: he shall surely be put to death: the people of the land shall
stone him with stones. {3} And | will set my face against that man, and will
cut him off from among his pecple; because he hath given of his seed unto
Molech, 1o defile my sanctuary, and to profane my haly name. {4} And if the
neople of the land do any ways hide their eyes from the man, when he
giveth of his seed unto Molech, and kill him net: {5} Then | will set my face
against that man, and against his family, and will cut him off, and all that go
a whoring after him, to commit whoredorn with Molech, from among their

pecpie.
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There 1s no deubt that human saorfice, torture, and sex perversion was very much a zart of the
Mystery Religicns. The fellowng quates out of one chapter in Ward's bock certainly are not short o
infarmaticn an human sacrifice.  There s no doubt that he connecis these rites to Hiram Abiff and
Freemasonry.

From the above we see that the Kings of Tyre were Priest-Kings and that
King Hiram himself had a father who used the title of "Father of the god,
Baal" and that this man acpears to corespand with Hiram Abiff. =

Speaking of the different methods of the death of vicims, Ward's book goes on to say:

The most unusual method, however seems fo have included buming, though
cften we find that the victim was killed before being placed on the funeral
pyre. 1tis this form of death which seems peculiarly associated with

Melcarth was the Baal, or Lord of Feartility, who annually mated with the
Great Mother, and in the consequence died, but was reincarmnated in his son.
As the living Divine King of the City he was worshipped under the title of
Melcarth, but when he assumed his aspect of the Dying God he was
bewalled as Tammuz or Adonis. In short, he was at once the husband and
the son of Astarte.....
it seems, moreover that the annual marriage of these kings consisted of a
more or less temporary union with the sacred women, or sacred
prostitutes as they are often called, who were always aftached fo the
temples of Astarte. In Palestine, these women were called Kedehsoth
{Kadosh), a word which, strictly speaking, means "Sacred Women.” In such
circumstances the supply of Divine men, the offspring of such unions
[were called] Sacred Men,” the offspring of the sacred women....it was
one of these sacred men who was annually slain........

This stary is almost identical with that tald of Marsyas, who also was
a Lover of Astarte and was slain and flayed by Apollo, who then hung his
skin on a tree. Similar gruesome rites occur in other parts of the world,
notably in Mexico, and we cannot avoid the conclusion that the legend
describes a former practice of the slaying the human representative of the
Divine Lover, and hanging him, or his skin, on a tree as part of the
Fertility Rites.ss

Amang the Mexicans the victim, whose heart had been tom out, was
subsequentiy eaten by the human worshippers *
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Onze again we have seen an undeniable connection with some of the practices that victim-survivors
of Satanism relate such as bioody sacriiice. eating hearts, and nanging $kins on trees, etc., and the Mystery
Religions, and now the connection with all of these things and Freemasanry.

The symbolism of the twenty-four inch gauge in Freemasonry alsa stems from the Pagan rites

of human sacrifice.

In the Operative ritual the twenty-four inch gauge is replaced by a piece of
wood which is called the "Straight-Edge," and with it the height of the
candidate is measured. The straight-edge, like the twenty-four inch gauge,
is retained by the Lodge, and according fo this old belief the measure of the
man remains attached to it and s0 his life principle is thus held hostage for
his fidelity. Should he betray his trust, ali that the indignant brethren need
do is to bury that measuring stick under the next building they erect, and e
will die.

This, and not the fanciful explanation now given in the Speculative
ritual, is undoubtedly the true origin of the twenty-four inch gauge. That the
custom of sacrificing a man did not die out £l quite [ate, is indicated by a
local story of Castle Rising, Norfolk. According to this the Norman Baron
who ordered it to be built murdered the architect and had him buried beneath
the foundations. Local gossips say that nat many years ago the skeleton of
a man was found there.

In like manner it was customary to sacrifice human victims at the
Consecration or Completion of a building....Even lo-day there is a
superstition that if a man is killed while a building is being erected that
building wili be tucky.”

We find in the next quotes. the ‘doctrine’ of 33° Aleister Trowley,
From MAGICK in Theory and Practice, by The Master Therion [Aleister Crowiey):

R4t the bloody sacifice. though more dangercus, is more
efficacious; and for nearly all purposes human saciifice is the best ™

The animal should therefore be killed within the Circie, or the
Triangle, as the case may be, sa that its energy cannot escape. An animal
should be selected whose nature accords with that of the ceremony—thus,
by sacrifcing a female lamb one wouid not obtain any appreciate quantity of
the fierce energy useful to a Magician who was invoking Mars.

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ALEISTER CROWLEY WAS AN INTERNATIONAL MASCON

Crowlsy was truly an inerrational Mason. He received his 33° in Mexico City and spoke of
narticipating in Masenic rituass in the United States and also was invelved in other rites of Freemascnry. Not
only was Crowey a 33° Grand inspector General of Scottish Rite Freemasonry, but he was also invoived in
ciher rites of Freemasonry that went even degper into the cecult, The Rite of Memphis cortained Masanic
ntuais with a cefinite Egyptian Ravor.

By the end of 1910, thanks to my relations with the Grand
Hierophant §7° of the Rite of Memphis {3 post held after his death by Dr.
Gerard Encausse [Papus’], Theodor Reuss [Mertin'], and myself), | was
now a sort of universal inspector-general of the various rites, charged with
the secret missicn of reporting on the possibility of reconstructing the entire
edifice, which was universally recognized by afl its more intefiigent members
as threatened with the gravest danger.™

Even for a man like Crowley who was obsessed with the occult, the rituals of Freemasonry provided

a profound accult thril.

{ supposed myseif to have reached the summit of success when |
restored the Secret Word of the Royal Arch. In this case, tradition had
preserved the Word almost intact.™

Was Aleister Crowley and his followers or pethaps a similar group capable of performing acts and
Atuals that are ccmparabie ‘o what are described by satanic ritual abuse survivors. The foflowing quotes are
from a back entitled, Secrets of the German Sex Magicians. This book talks about the ritual use of pain and
attributes to Crowley the most perverted of practices such as bestiality and the ritual consumption of body

fluids.

The rituat use of pain and agony as an access mode to france and
magical power does have its limits, though. For one thing, physical pain
tends to dull the senses in the fong run, so that stimuli have to be increased
incessantly. This may quite easily lead ta grave bodily hamm, not to mention
the fact that it can become downright addictive and lead to a kindled frenzy
naot very easily mastered.®

Crowley, in fact, rod in his practce a path similar to that of the mere
materialistic authorities. Although he positively encouraged ejaculatory
orgasm in his 5ex magic, he always made a point of consuming what he
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called the "elixi aferwards. He understood shis glixir to be the mixiure of
‘he sexual fluids of 2oth parthers or, in the masturbatory act, as just the
semen. He entered very carefuly in his the magical diaries a desenption of
the =iixir's consisiency and faste, and he even recorded the prophecies
which he deduced ‘rom these data

And Crowley's practices go on 10 be even more discusting.

Coprophagia, which means consumption of excrement, here also
includes consumption of other secrelions such as urine and sweat. it was
rtually practiced from early times on the sympathetic-magic nrinciple that the
secretions of any entity contain part of its magis. Crowley, for example,
occasionally offered his discipies in Cefalu the excretement of a goat. This
frequently met with no small disapprovall®

Crowtey performed a similar ritual in his Sicifian Abbey of Thelema, .
during which his Scariet Woman was to be mounted by a goat which would
be beheaded during the climax.®

There exists today a secret society that dedicates itself to cammying on the teachings of Aleister
Crowley. This group is called the 0.T.0.. The O.T.0. was founded earlier this century by high grade Austrian
Freemason Karl Kellner and German Freemason Theador Reuss, The 0.7.0. became a major force in the

occult worid when Aleister Crowley became its leader.

WHATISTHEO.T.0. 7
From The Equinox, the official organ of the O.7.0.:

The ORDO TEMPLI ORIENTIS (O.T.0} is an Initiatic Body
composed of men and women who have accepted the principles of The
Book of the Law, which was transmitted through Aleister Crowley (1875-
1947) in Cairo, Egypt in 1804 E.V. The communicating Intelligence identified
itself as Aiwass, a messenger of the ruling hierarchy of our species. The
Book announces a New Law for mankind and the planetary transition into
the Aecn of Horus or New Aeon. The Book is conceived to be a perfect
transmission of the divine, freed from any defects of human interference. As
such, it is a luminous vehicle of Truth that can serve as an infallibie guide to
hurnan conduct.

Aleister Crowiey will at feast be remembered as the greatest occult
genius of the twertiath cenwry. In The Book of the Law, he is designated
as the Prophe: of the New Aean ®
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The C.T.0. 1S & SECRET CROZR, pledged to the high pupose of
secdring ihe Literty of the individual anc his acvancerent i Lgnt, Wisdom.
Urderstanding, Xnowiedge and Power through Beauty, Caurage anc Wit or
the Foundation of Universal Bretherhood

As previously revezled, Alester Crowley held many honors as 2 member of the Masors. It is
interesting io discover that a Masonic author also calls Masonry a 'universal brotherheod'.
Fram Ancienf Mystic Qriental Masonry, by Dr. R. Swinbume Clymer:

Mystic Mascniry is not onty the key to the religion taught to all men
in all ages from the very beginning of conscicus fife up to the present, but it
hoids the keys 10 these religious and is, in fact, the very repasitory of religion
itsalf.. It has for its object the uniting of mankind into a Universal
Brotherhood.®

The 0.T.0. taught sexual Magic that they feft was the Key that unlocked all occuli mysteries. e read
this ‘nformation from book The Secret Rifuals of the O.T.Q.:

'Our Order possesses the KEY which opens up alt Masonic and
Hermetic secrets, namely, the teaching of sexual magic, and this teaching
exclains, without excepticr, all the secrets of Freemasonry and all systems
of religion.¥

The bock, Secrets of the German Sex Magicians., gives this account of 0.7.0. sex teachings:

Today's literature about sex magic relies heavily on practices which
wera already common in the O.T.Q. or in its later development by Aleister
Crowley. This fiterature differentiates the workings of the Villth, IXth and
XIth grade, which was introduced by Crowley. (The X° ofthe 0.T.0.is a
mere *administrative grade” of no special magical importance.) The division
is as follows:

This is the traditional sex-magic practice as performed under

The Secret Rituals of the Q. T.0. tells of mare connections:

For the O.T.C. not only had, as we shall see, connections with spurious and
clandestine masonic groups but functioned as a recruiting office for one of
these—or in the 'Classification of Members by Degrees' appended to
Reuss's document it is clearly stated that ‘candidates are made Freemasons
by the Directing Members {Fratres Superiores) of the 0.T.0.".*

Cnce again from The Equino, the official argan of the 0.7.0., Crowley sfates:

| claim for my system that it satisfies all possible requirements of
true freemasonry. It offers a rational basis for universal brotherhood and for
universai refigion.™

From The Equinox

..The Book of the Law and the Word of the Aeon are essential principies of
membership. n all other respects, it [the O.T.0.] stands by itself as a body
similar to Freemasonry, but invalving acceptance of a social and economic
system which is intended to put the world on its feet. There is also, of
course, the secret of the IX® which is to say, the weapon which they may
use to further these purposes.™

for that they have so many and sacred interests in common. Such fove is
reculiarly holy, and is o be encouraged.

14, Alt children of Brethren are to be considered as children of the
whole Order, and to be protected and aided in every way by its members
severally, as by its organization collectively. No distinction is to be made
with regard to the condifions surrounding the birth of any child.

15. There is an especially sacred duty, which every Brother
should fulfil, with regard to all children, those bom without the Order
included. This duty is to instruct them in the Law of Thelema, o teach
them independence and freedom of thought and character, and o wamn
them that senvility and cowardice are the most deadly diseases of the human

These Profess-Houses are designed to cater to the different tastes of the membzers.

Naiuraily, as it takes ail sorts to make a worid—and we rejoice in that
diversity which makes our unity so exquisite a miracle-scme Profess-
Houses will sutt one perscr, some another. And birds of a feather will leam
to flock together.”

The higher you rank in the O.T.O. the more access o the Profess-Houses you get.

51. In the higher degrees Srethrer have the right to reside in our Profess-
Houses for a portion of every year, as shown:

Afer reading the quotes above about the Profess-Houses taken {rom The Equinox, the official organ
ofthe ©.1T.0. - and then reading the following quotes by Aleister Crowley from The Beok of the Law (aiso in
The Egquinox} - it gives us sefious cause for concem, as the members of the O.7.0. have accepted the
prircinles of The Book of the Law and the fallawing quotes speak of the sacrifice of a child.

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CHAPTER 5 - THE EGYPTIAN-MASONIC-SATANIC CONNECTION

The miace whers Satanism and Freemasonry 2ross paths an thew iip ‘0 the dark side seems ‘0 be
at Egypt This was certainly true for the Father of modem Satanism 33° Mascn Aleister Crowley.
Crowley's honeymaon was the occasion far an occult Ecyptian expererce when Crowley and his bride spent
the night in the Kings chamber of the Geeat Pyramid.

They joumeyed to Pars, Marseilles. Naples, and Cairo, where they spent a
night in the King's Chamber of the Great Pyramid and Crowiey showed off
his magic by iluminating the chamber with astral light,'™

The night that Crowley spent in the Great Pyramid with his bride, produced a profound sgiritual

experence.

Once ensconced there with his bride, he it a candle and began ta read an
incantation. All at ance, Crowley iater reported, a pale fifac light bathed the
room, allowing him to continue without his candles,'®

In 1304 another avent took place that had a definite Eqyptian flavor, Crowley regarded it as the most
important event of his fife. it took place in Cairo Egypt where Crowley invoked the Egyptian ged Horus. This
ocault practice led 1o the demonic revelation that inspired Crowley to write his most impartant book, The Book
Of The Law.

They retumed to Cair where he adopted the guise of Prince Chioa Khan of
Persia and it was there in the earty spring of 1904 that the event took place
which Crowley would regard as the most important of his entire life.

Rose, wha had litle interest in magic, asked Crowley to perform a
miner ritual purely out of curicsity. Soon afterwards, she was pessessed by
a strange inspiration and declared to her husband that 'they are waiting for
you', eventually informing him that 'they’ meant in particular the god Horus.
A skeptical Crowley carried out a series of tests based on the traditional
correspandences of the god and aithough Rose had no knowledge af all of
occutismn, she guessed cormectly every ime against total odds of 21,168,000
o 1. Some bewildering ccincidences followed, all of which identified
Crowley with The Beast 666 of Revelations. The upshot of ali this was that
Crowley performed an invocation to Horus and obeyed his wite's instructions
lo sit at a desk in his hotel room on 8,9, and 10 April between 12 noon and
1p.m. A being which announced itself as Aiwass appeared behind him on
each cccasion and dictated to him the three chapters of a book called Liber
Al vel Legis or The Book of the Law.™
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Crowley's hock of the Law stated that all of History was divided into three eons, ali three of these eons
were named after an Egyptian god!!

Crowley's philosophy was expounded in The Beok of the Law, which taught

that history can be divided into two eras. The first was the eon of Isis, the

Egyplian nature goddess, wife and sister of Osiris. During this time period.

prior to 500 B.C., matriarchy and Sgyptian mythoiogy dominated humanity.

The second epach was Osiris, based on the Egyptian god of the underworid.

Buring this time, coinciding with the peried of Judaism, Buddhism, Islam, and

Christianity, man dominated. in 1904, however, humanity supposedly

entered the eon of Horus, the Egyptian child-god of light, the son of Osirls

and lsis. During this time, the true seif of man would dominate, rather than

any allegiance to extemal authonties, priests, or gods. -
Crowley's creed was simple: "Be strong, O man! Lustt Enjoy ali the

things of sense. Fear not that any god shall deny thee for this.” He fived .

what he preached. Crowley was accused of being a homosexual, a child e

molester, and a deviant of every sexual vanation known to man. He

bomowed the idea of sexual magic from Hindu tantric yoga and taught that

sexual union reached its highest realm when the mind, the breath, and the

semen were held stil.'"®

Crowley can definitely be cited as a pime example of a man who took the dark Egyptian path. Just
how dangerous is the Egyptian-Satanic connection as practiced by Crowley and others? The words of
professor Carl A. Rashke are certainly worth considering when answering this question; and his words will
show that with peaple of this doctrine and practice, human sacrifice is certainly a possibility.

Crowey also conducted regularly with his disciples the Theleric version of
the Black Mass, which he termed instead the "Gnostic Mass,” which may
have been a carefully embroidered version of the older Cathar ftuals. The
centerpiece of the mass was the ingesting of a biscuit, mimicking the
consecrated wafer, which Crowley dubbed the "Cake of Light” baked with
blood. 1t is interesting that Crowley's own Book of the Law prescribed the
use of real human biood in this sacramental foodstuff, as the earfier legends
about what was employed in the Black Mass implied. Crowley's own black
bible described, “the best blood” as that of a menstruating woman, then
*trash blocd of a child," and finally of "enemies.” This unsettfing passage,
which has parallels in other writings of Crowley, without doubt confirms that
the Crowley cultists, at minimum, granted themselves a ficense for human
sacrifice.'®

Crowiey's ntuals were cerainly of the most debased and Satanic kind.

Drugs, particularly hercine and cocaing, were a sacrament for Crowley.™
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Crowisy lsamed ntual magic from e man who was renown as the master of his day. MacGregor
Matners. The pupil-student reiationsr o soon tumed into a bitter Avalry and resulted iterally In a Bilack Magic
war. Wher Mathers died in 1818 many cf his fiends were convinced that Crowey was "esponsible ‘or his
death. Mathers, also a Freemason, intraduced Crowiey to an occuit organization called the *Galden Dawn”
and helped Crowley along his dark watk on the Egyptian Mascnic road.

Mathers and his wife Moina, the sister of the philcsopher Hend
Sergsan, lived in Paris. (Mathers tried to convert Bergson to magic, but
without success.) Their house was decorated as an Egyptian temple and
they celebrated 'Egyptian Masses', invoking the goddess Isis. Mathers
officiated in a long white robe, a metal belt engraved with the signs of the
zodiac, bracelets round his wrists and ankles, and a leopard-skin siung
across his shoulders. He was convinced that he was descended from the
Scottish clan MacGregor and tock to cailing himself MacGregor Mathers,
Chevalier MacGregor and Comte de Glenstrae, W. B. Yeats, whose magical
name in the Golden Dawn was Daemon est Deus Inversus (The Devil is God
Reversed), was a frequent visitor to the Mathers household in Paris.'®

One of the most talked about Satanic groups in recent years has been The Temple df Set headed by
Michael Aquina.

The brand of Satanism that is practiced by Michael Aquino and the Temple of Set is thoroughly
Egyptian. In the book, The Book of Comfng Forth by Night (1985) Aquino describes what seems to be a call
to start the Church of Satan and speaks in the first person as Set, the Egyptian Satan,

The Equinox has succurbed to my Solstice, and [, Set, am revealed in my
Majesty....| am the ageless Intelligence of this Universe...and from my
rmanifest semblance, which alone is not of Earth. Known as the Mebrew
Satan, | chose to bring forth a Magus, according to the fashion of my Word.
He was charged fo form 2 Church of Satan, that | might easily touch the
minds of men in this age they had cast for me.'®

The accusation of child abuse and malestation against Aquino was made in 1988 5y Sandi Gailant
of the San Francisco Police Department, thus placing another link between Egyptian style Satanism and
Satanic Ritual Abuse. The accusations surfaced conceming the day care center at the Presidio military

instaliation and were as follows.

Children said they were taken by day o private homes, including two on
army property, where they had been sexually malested............
Other chiidren talked about a "3oogeo” game in which they were urinated
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and defecated on by a "Mr. Gary”.... Pencils were used to doodie on the skin
ard genitals of the children and were also inserted in a child anus.....

A gun was painted at the head of another aduit in front of the children......
There were five confimed cases among the children of chlamydia, a

sexually transmitted iingss." "

Altmough no formal charges were filed against Aquino, there were certainly same interesting twists to
the case. His repeated claims of innocence to many were hollow cries. There are some similarities in the

accusations against the day care center when compared to the recent disclosures of children that we have

been in contact with.

it is not clear how long the army has known about Aquine's peculiar genus
of satanism. But the San Francisco police have been exceptionally
inferested since abaut 1980. The interest crested in November 1987 when .
police raided a house where a three-year-cid girl told police she had been -
molested by a sinister-looking man named *Mickey" who snapped pictures
of her in the bathtub and sexually mistreated her in a room with black walls
and a cross etched on the cetling. The girl Tater spotted "Mickey” in the PX
at the Presidio amy base in San Francisco, where Aquino was stationed.
The gifl said she thought "Mickey" was Aquino. The gid also said she
recognized Mrs. Aquina. Meanwhile, authoriies had found evidence of
ongoing child abuse at the Presidio day care center. A three-year-old had
aiso been molested, and the cops tumed up six cases of sexually
ransmitted infection in fifty-eight other charges at the center. A thirty-four-
year-oid civilian day-care worker at the Presidio facility, who was also a
Southem Baptist minister was arested. At first, the charges were dismissed.
But subsequently, Hambright was indicted anew on twelve counts of
sodomy, oral copulation, and lewd conduct. Hambright later died of AIDS. '

Albert Churchward in his book, The Arcana of Freemasonry, confirms that Setis the Egyplian name

for Satan.

That Sut or Set was first pimary god of the Egyptians, but was god
of the South Pole, or Southem Hemisphere, is amply proved and bome out
by the monuments as well as the Ritual. Set or Sut, according to Plutareh,
is the Egyptian name of Typhon—i.e. Satan of the Christian Cult. "2

THE MASCNIC LODGE AND THE EGYPTIAN MYSTERY RELIGION

As the Mystery Religions spread all over the world from Babylon, they found expression in all countries

of the ancient world with only a change in the names of the gods and slight variations in the ntuals. While the
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mystery refgians were practiced in al! of the countries of the ancient world, it was in Egyrt wnere certuries of
devotion Zeveloped them to therr highest degree.

According to Mason Manly 2. Hall's beok Freemasonry of the Ancient Egyptians:

It 's now generally acknowiedged that the Egypfians, cf all the ancient
peoples, were the most leamed in the Occult sciences of Nature, The wisest
of philosophers from other nations visited Eqypt to be initiated in the sacred
Mysteries by the priests of Thebes, Memphis, and Rermopolis."™

in this chapter we will be showing that the Egyptian Mystery Refigion has a profound and undeniable
connecticn with the Masonic Lodge. | |

There is indeed, as we have established, a very defirite link between the Egyptian Mystery Religion
and the Masanic Ledge. This link can be readily established from the words of Masonic authors and testimony
can be provided fa remove all reasonable doubt. In the book, The Meaning of Mésonry, by Past Provincial

Grand Registrar, W.L. Wilmshurst, we find the statement;

I am acquainted, for instance, with an Eqgyptian ceremonial system, some
5,000 years old, which taught precisely the same things as Masonry
does,.."™ :

In the book, Freemasonry Its Hidden Meaning, by George H. Steinmetz, we find the statement:

Regardless of the origin of the modem lodge, or of the name “Freemason,"
we can, after freeing the symbolism of modern adaptations, discem in
Freemasonry the outline of the teachings of the ancient mysteries of

Eg‘;‘pt.ﬂs
in the same book Mr. Steinmetz makes the statement connecting Freemasonry and the Egyptian

mysteries,

If the symbols can be consistently interpreted in this manner, throughaut the
three degrees we have confimmed Freemasonry 1o be the reincamation of the
Ancient Mysterias of Egypt”.!"®

33" Mason Manly P. Hall relates the efforts of earfy Masonic historians to fink Hiram ABiff to the

Egyptian Mystery Religion.

Early Masonic historfars such as Albert Mackey, Robert Freke Gould and
Albert Pike were of a single purpose in their efforts fo establish a definite
corespondence between the Hiramic legend of Freemasonry and the Csiris
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myth as expounded in the initiatory rituals of the Egyptians.'”
crom The Lost Keys of Freemasonry by 33° Manly . Hall:

Man s a god in the making. and as in the mystic myths of Egypt on the
potter's wheel he is being molded.

£rom Freemasonry of the Ancient Egyptians by 33° Mason Manly P. Hall:

* Freemasonry as an institution is Isis, the mother of Mysteries, from whose
dark womb the Initiates are bam in the mystery of the second or philosophic
birth."®

Dr. Thomas Milton Stewart 33rd degree identifies the "Christos State” as the "Osirified State™.

The sanctified Spirit of man is now in the Cristos state; and this means the
Risen Spirit in Man. In Egypt one would call this the Osirified State,..."®

HIRAM - KUNDALINI YOGA - HINDU MYSTICISM |

33° Mason, Manly P. Halt also shows the similarty between Hiram and the Kundaiini of the Hindu's,

and also the ancient occult rites of Egypt.

Sufficient sirmilarity exists between the Masonic CHiram and the Kundalini of
Hindu mysticism to warrant the assumption that CHiram may be considered
a symbo) also of the Spirit Fire moving through the sixth ventricle of the
spinal column. The exact science of human regeneration is the Lost key of
Masonry, for when the Spirit Fire is iifted up through the thirty-three degrees,
or segments of the spinal column, and enters into the domed chamber of the
human skull, it finally passed into the pituitary body {lsis) where it invokes Ra
(the pineal giand) and demands the Sacred Name. Operative Masonry, in
the fullest meaning of that term, signifies the process by which the Eye of
Horus is opened. E.A. Wallis Budge has noted that in some of the papyn
illustrating the entrance of the souls of the dead into the judgment hali of
Osiris the deceased person has a pine cone attached 1o the crown of his
head. The Gresk mystics also carmed a symbolic staff, the upper end being
in the form of a pine cone, which was cafled the thyrsus of Bacchus. In the
human brain there is a tiny gland called the pineal body, which is the sacred
eye of the ancients, and corresponds to the third eye of the Cyclops.™

These Egyptian mystery rites that Masonic authorites are so proud to align themselves with did more
than ‘ust tneorize about human sacrifice. they actually nracticed it.

practices in his book, The Golden Bough.
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With regard fo the ancient Egyotians we have it on the authority of Manetha

offered by kings at the grave of Osins. We may ccnjecture that the victims
represented Osins himself, who was annually siain, dismembered, and
bunad in their persons that he might quicken the seed in the earth. %

o return ta the human victims whose ashes the Egyptians scattered
with winnowing-fans, the red hair of these unfortunates was probably
significant, For in Egypt the oxan which were sacrificed had also to be red,
a single black or white hair found on the beas! would have disqualified 1t for
the sacnfice. If, as | conjecture, these human sacrfices were intended to
promete the growth of the crops—and the winnowing of their ashes seems
to support this view—red-haired victims were perhaps selected as best fited
to personate the spirit of the ruddy grain.'®

MASTER MASON DEGREE (the third degree of Freemasanry)

WHAT IS THE 800K OF THE DEAD ?

The Book of the Tead is the title generally given to a collection of
Egyptian inscriptions and papyri found in tombs or in mummy wrappings.
The ancient Egyptians attributed The Book of the Dead to Thoth, Lord of
Wisdom, and recorder of the deeds of men, which were produced when the

An animal should be
selected whose nature accords with that of the ceremony...For the highest
spiritual working one must accordingly choose that victim which
contains the greatest and purest force. A male child of perfect
innocence and high intelligence is the most satisfactory and suitable
victim... Those magicians who object to the use of blood have endeavoured
‘o replace it with incense... But the bloody sacrifice, though mere dangerous .
is more efficacious; and for nearly ail purposes human sacrifice is the
best.’

Now is the day of the joining of opposites, of the mingling of the dust of flesh
with the dust of the coffin. This is the day of flow, the living ether returned to
air, the maker of forms assuming new form. This is the day without end—the
passage into fight itself the joining of Osiris to Ra.™’

The
comparison that we wil ndw make w1th tﬁe pictures that were drawn by the survivars of Satanic Ritual Abuse
will shaw conclusively that someone is pract[cmg Satanzsm with a distinctive Egypnan twist.

The similanties that we have drawn between Freemasonry and the ancient Egyptian religion are far
too intricate to be dismissed as a mere coincidence. The magic word of Egyptian Magic though itis not row
known was known fo be a three s'yﬂable'wolrd.whiclh once _again gives us an ama.zing't. similanty io the secret
word of the third degreé of Freemasbnry" MA-HAH-BONE.

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CHAPTER 7 - SATANIC RITUAL ABUSE

This chapter is being contributed by Rick Doninger. He and his wife have been child advocates for
eight years and are currently involved with helping children who are survivers of satanic nwal abuse as well
as all other forms of abuse and molestation. Mr. Doninger has first-hand expen’en;:e in dealing with the
survivors of the horors that the children of our nation are experiencing after being subjected to satanic ntual
abuse. Our goal in providing this information to you is to help increase your awareness of what these chiidren
nave suffered so that you will have compassion for them, believe their disclosures and encourage the
authorities who are responsible for punishing the perpetrators to provide justice for the victims and their
families. We also pray that you will join with us in this spiritual battle by praying for the survivors a}zd their
families. We ask that you pray for protection for all the men and women of our nafion whe are actively involved

o

in this struggle for justice for the survivars.

In this chapter passages selected from the Egyptian rites in The Book of the Dead will be compared
with the explanations of drawings of survivors of satanic rituat abuse. The drawings at the end of this
chapter will be indicated by Mr. Doninger as #1,# 2,23, etc.. Please refer back to CHAPTER 6 for further

explanation about their connection o Egyptian Satanism if necessary,

RITUAL ABUSE: by definition is:
repeated physical, emotional, mental, and spiritual assatilts combined with
a systematized use of symbols, ceremonies and machinations designed and
orchestrated to attain malevolent effects. The abuse may be repeated
100-1000 times."™
This will probably be the most disturbing chapter you will read in this book. This chapter is meant to
be a comparison between the ancient rites of Egyplology (the Mysteries) and the rites of modem day Satanism
as described and iffustrated by the victims of the most heinous crime brought to the public's aftention in the
histary of our country: ritual child Abuse. Although the evidence that is needed to prosecute such cnimes
against children is by far the most difficult to obtain, the growing number of reports of this nature demand that
we as a society {ake a very serious look at what these victims are saying.

The recent allegasons of rituafistic abuse of children is not fimited to this cauntry. Reports are
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keginning to surface in England, Canada. France and ltaly. All of the countries mentiored have also naticed
a virtual explosicn of interest in ihe areas of witcheraft and the occult.

Although the fascination with the supematural covers teo many areas to mention, the one most
frequently referred to by victims of Atual abuse is satanmism. Our knowledge of satanic ritual abuse is still very
limited, as the reports of this crime have only bequn to gain aftention over the iast decade. Law Enforcement
personnél and professionals in the areas of identification, intervention, ard treatment of abuse victims are
painstakingly trying to piece together the informalion supplied by survivors of ritualistic abuse in order to meet
the urgent need for expertise in this growing field of accult crimes. “

Primarily as a society we are not at all prepared to wage war with an enemy we've seen very little of.
Although evidence of its presence is seen in the eyes of its victims and feft after hearing their disclosures, there
are some very definite obstacles to overcome before we can even begin to arm ourselves with the weapons
to fight this hidden foe. Disbelief fram those who are supposed to be invoived in intervention for such victims
is one of the biggest hindrances to those who have become aware of the ritual abuse problem and have
committed themselves to offering assistance to those victims. In 1991, in the United States of America, many
in faw enforcement, child welfare, and the judicial process simply refuse ta accept that there are elements of
our society who are committed to the physical, mental, emotional, and spiritual destruction of our children.
| ‘Fear' is another factor which prohibits those who are approached for assistance from getting involved
in such a controversial issue. This fear element is probably the single most effective weapon the perpetrators
of ritual abuse use to continue their activifies undetected. Professionals often fear the loss of credibility at the
mention of terms such as Satanism or Devil Worship. Much of the fear generated when this issue is raised
resuits from a lack of knowledge and understanding of occult crimes and, more specifically, the ritualistic abuse
of our most precious resource—our children.

In this chapter we are going te try to counter some of this fear by sharing scme of the information
gathered from interviews with the survivors of these horrible crimes. [n this comparative look at the specific
rituals described in the previous chaoter, alongside the disclosures and illustrations drawn by child victims of
ritual abuse, we hope to better arm you - the reader - with understanding necessary to face this nation's
darkest secret. This information, though shacking and heartbreaking, will hopefully open some eyes to the fact
that man is capable (and has been capable) for centuries of such atrocities as human sacrifice and cannibalism

in hopes of appeasing a god of darkness. The same god of darkness and deception who cloaks himself today
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in the secrecy of symbolism and ceremony is found in the occultic nature of secret societies that have been
around for centures. As stated in chapter ane, we will also te putting forh a theory that much of today's ritual
satanic chiid abuse could stem from secret sccieties who are using Masonic and Egyptian fituals. Such
pseuda-mascnic cults have been arcund far a long time and have a history of advocating violence.

We will row begin to compare the Egyptian niuals with pictures drawn by victim-survivors and their
testimonies.

[1] DRINKING BLOOD - SLAUGHTER BLOCK

Hail, devourer of bicod, who camest forih rom the black of slaughter, 1 have
not acted guilefully. {Ch. B, page 51)

The drinking of blood, either human or animal is consistently part of the ritual abuse survivors
disclosures (Pictures #1,3,5,8,9, and 10). According fo the victims, the Satanists befieve that the llié force
of the sacrificial vicim is in the blood. Partaking of the bloed is believed to empower and 2dd longevity of life.
Child victims have related accounts of how the cult members would always drain and save the biood of their
victims in apple juice jars, pans, bottles, and pots. The very young children are sometimes introduced to the
taste of blood gradually by mixing it with milk, formula, punch, and other beverages. Eventually, with increases
in biood content in these drinks, the child victim will be able fo drink the blood without dilution. Pictures
#9,12,16,20, and 23 show body parts removed 1o be used in a ritual, including the drinking of blood. Picture
#10 iflustrates 'blood punch' made from the blood of a sacrificed child. The child vietim titled this picture
"Birthday Colt [Cult] Celebration™. The irauma to child victims, resuiting from this type of forced participation
in satanic rituals such as these is immeasurable. The State of Idaho, as a result of legislative efforts in 1990,
has a Legisiative Act relating to ritualized abuse of a child {House of Representatives Bill No.817)-Céntennial
Legislature second regular session 1930. Chapier 15, Tite 18 \dahc Code-New Section-18-1508 A !daho
Code.) (idaho Code-Chapter 50 Title 18, New Section 18-5003. Def. Cannibalism)

In pictures #1,3,8,10, and 17, ingestion of blood is shown as a major part of the rituals. In picture #1
a young giri descnibes how during her grooming to be a Priestess in a satanic coven, she was forced to kill the
sacrificial victim {a woman) without the aid of the adult members. Three priests in the cult stand, with glasses
in hand, waiting for the child to cut the victim. When the blood would begin to flow, it was drained into each
of the three glasses. The child was then placed in a suspended cage and made to observe the victim being

crucified upside down on a cross and bumed, Then the child was forced to drink the blood offered by the
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priests and was then slaced on atable ard tortures saxuady Sy all the mermbers as a reward.

(n pictura #8, the child descrbes how blood was drarx fram the sxuil of a sacrificial victim (a man?).
This pictire also represents the chid and an adult rude, with blood smeared over their bodies in preparation
for a ntual that also includes the dnnking of bload.

Picture #4 illustrates the members of the cuft getting ready to use the ntual sfick and carving with the
«nife to draw mare biood. These rituals are damaging to the physical heath and mental stakility of the victims.

[2] CANNABALISM - EATING INTESTINES

Hail, eater of intestines, cbming forth from Mabet, not have | desolated
ploughed lands. {Ch. 6, page 51)

Cannibalism (Pictures #6,10,11,12,17, and 20} is the practice of eating the flesh of one's own kind.
In aur experience with the victims of ritual abuse, this aspect of the abuse is certzinly one of the most fraumatic
of all. One of the best pictures depicting this is #11; To the éverage American citizen, the thought of
cannibalism is a foreign concept; something you hear about happening in the deepest, darkest regions of
Africa or South Amenca. We just c_:annot acce.pt the possibility of such an atrocious act in a civiized nation”,
in 1989 in Matamoros, Mexico, a cult was discoversd operating a drug trafficking business. When the Mexican
authorities searched the compound of the cult, human remains were found in bailing pots. In the last few years
children aif over America are telling authorities about these sorts of practices at *meetings” where the people
pray to the devil. When children disclose cannibalism their attitudes and behavior vary from regression, to
aggressiveness, ta homfied. Then there ars those who can speak very plainly and recall the mutifation and
devouring of both babies and adults with no emotion at all. In an interview with an eight year-old gid | was told
how her dad had been teaching her to skin babies i the garage. When | asked what they did with the babies
after they were skinned, this angelic Iooking;hild answered almost mockingly, "They ate them?". | was
shocked! She said "Yes Rick, they ate them. There's pecple fike that. They think it gives them power”. That
child will never know the impact she had on my fife. Qut of the mouth of this child came testimony of the
ultimate evill Forced ingestion of flesh of her own kind. Cannibalism, right here in the U.S.A. | cried
sporadically the next sevéral days at the memory of that child's disclosure. | didn't want to believe it, but | knew
in my heart it had to te frue. La'ter, l leamed that children from all over the U. S. and several fareign countries

were giving very detailed accounts of ritual murders and cannibalism,
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Pictures #6,9,10,11,12,17,20 and 34 depict riuals involving cannibalism. This survivor titled picture
#12 “eating organs'. It shows eighteen coven members around a table upon which 2 human sacrifice s
offered to Satan. The intestines are exposed on the bady. On the wall are two pieces of entrail to be eaten
and, on a small table. the instruments used to remove these parts from the body. Present at this ritual were
six red-robed prests. Qur survivor was not sure why so many of high position wers present, but said the sating
of the intestings provided some special power.

Picture #6 shows six members of this satanic group kneeling in prayer, giving thanks to Satan for the
baby which is about fo be offered as sacrifice.

Picture #36 itustrates how the child was hung by a nail through the head, entrails removed, and then
roasted on a spit over an open fire. Our survivor said, “You throw up the first few times you eat it, but you
eventually getused o it* The damage done to a child’s mental, emotional, and spiritual heaith as a; result of
this type of victimization, is long lasting and results in the child suffering from post traumatic stress disorder
{PTSD), such as is found in war veterans. Although disbelief is provoked by the children's testimonies of the
atrocities, the detail and similarity from such a large number of unrelated children from different geographical
areas demands credibility be given to their stories.

[3] TORTURE CHAMBER .
(21}Hall, thou two-headed serpent, who comest forth from the
forture-chamber, | have not defiled the wite of any man. (Ch. 6, page 52)

The police detective and his famale assistant tried to maintain their composure as the nine year-oid
victim described the homors that she had witnessed in the basement torlure chamber of her grandmother’s
house. She described how tables were made with chains attached to hold the victims down on the table; how
the victims heads are shaved, and three foot long "sticks” placed in the rectums of the victims on the tabies.
it was all the South Georgia policeman could do to keep from showing the disqust and anger at the
perpetrators who had forced this beautiful, red-haired, freckled child to participate in horrors that tested the
expenenced child abuse investigator's imagination. '

Pictures #12,13,15, and 18, drawn by a male and female survivor in Indiara, depic’s victims restrained
on tables and mutilated in different ways.

Pictures #18 and 21 show how the victim is sometimes braaded on the chest wi*h a five-pointed star

symbol. This llustraton is titled *3aby being branded by the demons”.



The children tell of Faw the eyes, ears. crains. hearts, hands. ard feet are usually removed. The
S anists believe the fonger and mere prolonged the death, the more power *hay absorb from the vicims.
Skinring the victims aive, we are told, is also a sraferred form of torture. The children are always forced to
participate In this torture which serves a twe-fald purpese: First, it ensures silence of the children By ‘mpiicating
them in the crime and, secandly, it desensitizes the child to future participaticn in these ritualistic activities.

[4] THE CRUSHER OF BONES
Hail. Crusher of Bones, wha comest forth from Suten-henen, ' have told no
lies.." (Ch. 6, page 52) :

In pictures #9,16, and 23, the children's ilustrations show the removal of bones. The children tell how
some of the bones are kept, dried and crushed  into powder. They are then used to make clay from which
ritual paraphemalia is made. Things such as plates, cups, and bone china dotis are sculpted from this bone
clay. These items are then sold and traded among other cult membérs. This also answers some investigators'
questions about why evidence of itual murder is seldom found. The children say virtuatly all body parts are

utilized for some purpose, and what isn't eaten of kept is bumned leaving no traces to be found by authorities.

(5] WASHING IN BLOQD
Behoid ye then god this great of slaughter, mighty of terror, he washeth in
your bloed, he batheth in your gore. {Ch. 6, page 52}
Picture #17 Hustrates bathing in a lub filed with bicod at what the child called a "Blood Meon" ntual.
These rituals, according to the survivors, take place an nightslwhen the moon. appears red in the sky. The cult
pictured consisted of people in Southem Indiana.
[6] KILLING ANIMALS - LOCKS OF HAIR

{ have obtained the mastery over the animals with the knife in their heads
and their locks of hair, who live among their emeralds, the aged and the
shining beings who prepare the moment of Osirs Ani, triumphant in peace.
He maketh staughter upon the earth, ard conversely, | am strang. (Ch. 5,
page 52)
~he children we have interviewed have all given accounts of animal sacrifice. The stories involving
animals have ranged from rats and otrer small erimals, to cows. We are not sure of the specific meaning for

ihe use of different kinds of animals: the children say that thase wha da this will use anything for the shedding
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of blocd; dogs, cats, squirals, mice, or deet,

Ficture #14, drawn by a nine-year-old, shows a rat being killed. This chi:d was aftegedly taken from
her scheol to an old church where a satanic ritual was being held. She said those adults involved wers
persannel from her schocl.

Pictures #26 and 37 depict the killing of a goat which was then beheaded. The head was then
meunted on the wall and the members prayed to Satan asking him to possess the goat head aﬁd speak
through it. According to our survivor she was then placed inside the carcass of the dead goat and the cult

members sodomized it and her once again while she was inside,

(7] KING UNAS EATS HEARTS

He has taken the hearts of the gods. 5
He has eaten the Red,

He has swallowed the Green

Their charms are in his belly

He has swallowed the knowledge of every god. }
the lifetime of King Unas is etemity. (Ch. 6, page 52)

Survivors of satanic ritual abuse involving human and animal sacrifice always tell of eating the hearts
of the sacrificial victims. They tell us the heart is the most powerful part of the body fo be eaten and all of the
victims life energy is contained within the heart. Sometimes the heart is removed very quickly while the victim
is still alive and then devoured immediately by the group. Picture #19 drawn by a nine-year-old girl lustrates
hearts of children kept in jars and the children’s names recorded on the jars. In Picture #20 the cabinet the
child says the hearts were keptin also had a knife, a pan that blood was callected in, and books that held
written accounts of all that was done 1o the ritual abuse victims. The children say that the cult has members
designated to do this. These record keepers are known as scribes with the cult.

[8] KING UNAS IS A CANNIBAL FOND OF SCALPING PEQPLE AND
8ONDAGE

509. UNAS devoureth men and liveth "upon the gods, he is the lord of
envoys, whom he sendeth forth on his missons.

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Pictures #¥6,8,9,18, and 19 are all depictions of cannibalism, #15,18,22 tondage. and #21. scalping.
These are aspects of modem day Satenism which are routinely descnted by victims of mtual abuse.

Picture #21 shows the skin being peeled from the s«ull of 3 baby. Skinning pecple alive is a common
practice amorg cults involved in human sacrifice. As in this same iustraticn the inverted pentagram s
sometimes carved 1pon the abdemen of the victim.

Picture #22 is what the survivor calls the "dirt offering”. The victm is tied down on a bed of spikes.
Then the child participant is forced to push the victim down onto the deadly points. Once again this forced
participation in ntual murder is devastating to the child. The mental and emotional scars resuiting from this
lasts a lifetime, Survivor guilt is common amaong these children,

[9] BONDAGE, MURDER, CANNIBALISM, DISMEMBERMENT, THE

VICTIMS THROATS ARE CUT AND THE BODY PARTS ARE BOILED IN
A CALDRON AT NIGHTTIME

510. Tcheser-tep keepeth guard over them for Unas and dniveth them unto
him; and the Cord-master bound them for slaughter. Khonsu the slayer of
the wicked cutteth their throats.....and draweth out their intestines, for it is he

Picture #11 s the most graphic of llustrations done by any of the survivars we have interviewed. This
picture is entitled "carving for our feast.” It tells the story of an eight-year-old girl being forced to butcher the
sacrficial viclim into small encugh pieces to be packaged for storage for a cannibalismm ritual. Sometimes the
victims' body parts were cooked in pots as a stew; sometimes the cult just devoured the flesh raw. The chiid
who drew this illustration suffers from Multiple Personality Disorder as a result of the forced participation.
M.P.D. is comman among child ritual abuse victims.

{10] THE THIGHS OF THE FIRST BORN ARE HEAPED UP

The old gods and the old goddesses become fuel for his fumace. The
mighty cnes in heaven light the fire under the caidrons: where are heaped
dap the thighs of the firstbom; (Ch. &, page 53)

name, on the day of hacking in pieces the firstbarn. (Ch. 6, page 53)

Picture #24 is a very simple illustration of the offering of the firstbon. The surviver tells us she was
given the special privilege of being allowed to carry this sacrificial offering to the stone zltar where it was then
hacked to pieces. This particular ritual is shown as having been done dunng a full mcon. Our survivor tells
us that most of the sacnfices take place when the moon is fuil.

{13] UNAS EATS MAGICAL CHARMS

Behold, Unas eateih of that which the red drown sendeth forth, he
increaseth, and the magical charms of the gods are in his belly; (Ch. 8, page
53)

Although itis still unclear exactly what is meant by *magical charms®, one survivor tells us that it may
be the different entrails of the sacrificial victim, as each part (heart, liver, festicles, elc.) are believed to contain
mystical powers and those who consume those parts become endowed with such powers,

{14] A GOD BORN FROM THE BUTTOCKS OF A COW
Every season of the flood 1 saw god born from the buttocks of a cow...* (Ch.
g, page 54)

Picture #29 was one of the most bizame disclosures of the many we've heard involving Satanism and
ritualistic abuse. This disclosure came from one of the alter personalities of a survivor. When asked where
she was at the time of this ritual, she said, " | was watching from up on top of the light. I'm [ittle enaugh to sit
Jp there, you know." She recalled this tual as a birthing ceremony whereby a ful-term infant wés taken from
the mother by cutting open the belly. Then the newbom was placed inside the stomach of a drugged cow.
After sewing the child inside and performing the required incantations the infant is removed, symbolizing being
bom into the family of Satan. Actuat perfcrmance of these appaiing riftals are beyond the comprehensicn
of most modem minds, yet children from alf over America are giving corroboralive testimary to these ungodly
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151 BOAT RITUAL

These illusirations fram Albert Chamzdor's “The Book of the Dead” shows
arummy. win phaius erect sliding in‘c the Severth Regon of the Lower
Ward, Jescribed zs being filled with sepents’ coils anc four sors ¢f Horus
who prolect the viscera of the Dead." {Ch. 5, zage 55) ‘

In Picture #27, a 19-vear-old ritual abuse survivar depicts herself being made to lay in a boat fleating
in shallow water. The boat is surrounded by six cult members, six buming red candles, with six snakes nlaced
in the boat to crawl on her. She says she was not allowed to move even one muscle or be punished for her
discbedience. She said this was a part of a rtual performed to cleanse her of sins against Satan, which
consisted of acts of kindness, or belief in God. She titles this picture "the snakes will cleanse forever life." Cne
can only imagire the horror experienced by a small child while endunng this type of abuse.

Many times the various tortures and acts of violence perpetrated upon these children are specifically
desigred to cause the child victim to suffer a split personality. This Multiple Personality Disorder (MPD} aids
the perpetrators in cases where this type of abuse is discovered by authorities. M. P. D. destroys the credibility
of a child witness in a court of law. The trauma, resulting from ritual abuse, is something the perpetrators rely
on to avoid prosecution. - '

[16] THE EATING OF DEAD BODIES

Ra-Tmu, Lord of the Great House, prince, life, strength and health of all the
gods, deliver thou [me] from the god whose face is fike unto that of a dog,
whose brows are as those of 2 man, and who feedeth upon the dead, who
watcheth at the Bight of the firey Lake, and wha devoureth the bodies of the
dead and swalfoweth hearts, and who shooteth forth filth, but he himself
remaineth unseen. {Ch. 6, page 56)

This ritual has already been discussed in the section on CANNABALISM on page 78. However, there
is a reference made to *face is like unto that of a dog”, which could possibly be similar to ane of the masks the
survivors tell about that are sometimes womn during the rituals.

[17] RITUAL SLAUGHTER QF ANIMALS (Ch. 6, page 55-7)
The llustrztion on page 57 shows the passing down of body pars and pitchers of blocd?
The survivors show things similar to this in Pictures #29, and 37.

[18THEARTSIN A JAR

Tre heartis placed in 2 jar 1o be weighed fcr judgment. {Ch. 6, nage 57
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The young chidren who tell of these sordid rituals do not know why many of these ceremonies are
parformed, but those adu'ts who comemit these arocious acts are well aware that the motivation is ta satisfy
their god of darkness. I the previcus chapter. the weighing of hearts in jars for judgment are Egyptian in
onigin.

In Pictures #19 and 20, the survivors stow the hearts in the jars also. How many satanic cults actualiy
use the Egyptian Sock of the Dead as a guide for their bicody worship is unknown, but the similarities in
specific aspects of the ritual leaves no doubt that it is mere than a coincidence.

As we near the year 2000 A.D., we must remember the children who have been ritualistically abused
are human beings who have been attacked by an enemy and taken priscner. They have suffered wounds that
they may or may not survive. They have suffered assaults upon their spint that are intended to corrupt thelr
innocence. Ewil, pain, and fear have been forced upo'n them repeatedly until the child prays fo die but, at the
same instant, anger, violence and hate are kindled. If the child is fortunate enough to find someone who
believes them they have a chance to be helped. It takes much love, eamning their trust, making the child {or
adulf) feel safe, a strong stomach, and belief.in the power of God to heal and deliver the survivorfrom the
powerful clulches of Satan. When there is no intervention, you have a child {or adult) who has had to
excerience more than the soldiers of most of the conventional wars, some of whom act out their frusirations
on school-mates or members of heir families. I is no wonder that some of these victims experence teaming
difficulties and attention problems in school, problems holding down a job or, jt_lst relating to peopie in general.

Trauma suffered as a result of physical and sexual abuse at a very young age leaves scars that, more
often than not, never go away. When this abuse is combined with assaults on the victims' emotions and spirit,
in such a way as to implant evil, not only is the child traumatized, but - without intervention, the child will be
desensitized to horrors such as cannibafism, murder, bastiaiity, animal mutilation, and sexual perversion
beyond our imagination. Some of these children wilt grow up to be murderers, rapists and child molesters.
This is the goal of those involved in ritual abuse; to totally cormupt the child in every way. Satanists have a goal
to breed an entire generation of youth, indoctrinated in evil.

[19] SEXUAL PERVERSION

ttis Osinis. Others, bowever, say that his name is Ra, and that the god who
dwellath in Amentet is the prailuys of Ra, wherewith he had union with
himsalf. [Ch. 6, page 58)
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Pictures #28,31, and 37 are graphic examples of sexual perversior. When cne ‘r'es to imagire the
trauma asscciated with either of these pictures, the heart is - or sheuld be - grpped with compassion for the
wichm cf ntual abuse. in Piclure #28 (the lower nalf}, the child illustrates how a sacrificial victim was iaid on
a lable, whereupon nis genitals were cut off. This was done while he was aiive! Afler remaval of the penis,
8 stick was inserted into the amputated organ. The emctional and physical shock ‘o the child victim because
of the use of this tool of perversion is beyond description. She was first made to taste the blood from where
the genitals were remaved, then made to lie down and suffer molestation and torture with the tool made from
the amputated penis. Finally, she was placed in a cage suspended from a tree to watch while the cult members
finished the mutitation (Picture #2). The lower part of #28 shows the tool from the amputated penis. Picture
#31 shows a wand, or ritual stick, used in the sexual torture.

Sexual perversion is a part of every itual, accarding to our survivor. This unbridled sex, including the
abuse of children which many times is filmed to be sold for profit in the child pomagraphy market, is also part
of the lure fo attract those people whe are prone to participate in acts of deviate sexual conduct. This aspect
s interesting because chiid molestaticn is a crime and, many times, blackmailing the victims and parents can
be profitable. The children who have been victimized all tell of being placed nude on tables, eaten, insulled,
macked, tortured sexuafly, and forced to have sex with siblings, animals, and adults, including same-sex
partners. Satanism's doctrine proclaims no restraints in afl areas of morality including sex.

[20] EXCREMENT
~ Wha Is this? It is Osiris. Others however, say that it is the dead body of
Csins and, yet others, say thatit s the excrement of Osiris.” (Ch. 6, page 58)

Both Pictures #35 and #34 are examples of the use of excrement in satanic ritual abuse in the 90's.
Both show children lying on tables with people in robes and other disguisés. Both show bowls nearby filled
with unine and feces to be smeared over the children's bodies. Children tefl how they were made to eat and
drink the human waste. Defilement of the innocence of the child, humiliation, and degradation are forsed upon
these children o both satisfy their god-Satan-and their own unbridied Lust,

An interesting note abeut the child who drew #35: This girl alleges she was ritually abused at a
Masoric home dewn in the south. She ciaims ske spent nine years at this home being forced to particinate
n and wiress some lype of ritual performed by mer who were Masors. Accerding ta th's victim, the ceocle

~no forced these children (o partake in these rituals also faroed them ‘o wear 5 pair of ‘Geiden scales’ zround
P 3
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their reck. This is extremely significant in light of what 33° Mason C, 'W. Leadbeatar said about Black

Masorsy.

The whole of what we row calf Black Masonry fed up 1o an explanation of

karma as divine ustice, this having been preservaed for us in shadow in what

5 now the 31°. That is the degrea of the Grand [nspector Inquisitor

Commander, whose symbol is a pair of scales. In Egypt. this pair of scales

was taken as an embiem of the perfect talance of diving justica.'™

This young girl's disclosure could welf be the first ritual of Black Masonry ever to be documented. She

also alleges that she observed her siblings killed during these rtuals. Furiher, she alleges that other children
at the home were used in pomography and prostitution.

[22]. CHAMBER CF SNAKES

The chamber appeared to be filled with reptiles, to teach the Necoris to
withstand bodily terror. The greater the courage shewn on this trial, so much
the more was he lauded after reception. {Ch. 8, page 58)
In Pictures #30 and 33, snakes are used to teach the chiidren who are rtually abused {0 withstand

badily terror. _
In #33, the child victim had te el the snakes crawl over her. She was not allowed to cry or move even

one muscle. This use of snakes is so raumatic to the children many times this act alone is enough to cause
the development of Multiple Perscnality Disorder,

in #33, and in #28, in the Boat Ritual referred to on page 64, snake bites occurred many times. The
pain was unbearable, but intentionally inflicted upen the victims.

Picture #30 shows the use of snakes as quardians to keep the children in their cages and quiet.

[24] THE ANKH

The ankh is an Egyplian symbot of life and is often associated with fertifity. (Ch. 6, page 59)

The ankh in Picture #32 shows an ilustration of a book the child victim calls *The Devil's Book”. The
child said the perpetrators of her abuse read from this book at the "meetings” where she and other children
were agbused. The child shows the book had the Egyptian symbol of fife and ferility on the cover. Pictures
such as these lzave no doubt fo the adult observer that these rituals, described by child victims of ntual abuse,
are directly related to ancient blood rites.

Durng many of these rituals. the Devit, or Satan, was summoned from z git. n Picture #7, & survivor

has drawn her concenton of what she thought he resetled: a haf-human, halfanimal farm. In soms
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Iterature this type cf figure s called 2 *Pan® figure or god of the urderwerdd.

(21} SELF-MUTILATION AND PERVERSION
Whe are these gods? They are the drops of blood which came farth from the
pnallus of Ra when he went to perform his cwn mutlation. These drops of
blecd sprang into being under the forms of the gods Mu and Sa. who are in
the bodygard of ra, and wha accompany the ged Tem caily and avery day,
(Ch.6, page 58}

Although I do not have an iilustration that depicts seff-mutiiation, we have worked with many ritual
abuse victims and it seems as though even the youngest of the children display tendencies toward self-injury.
We have known of instances where children as young as age four have cut and scratched themselves severely
as a result of the rauma and pain suffered during ritualistic abuse. As the victims spend more time in the
abusive situation, they will eventually be programmed ta keep the abuse a secret. One victim that we have
worked with extensively would hurt herself impulsively. She told us that she was taught to do something to
herself if she began considering disclosure of the dark secrets to scmeone wha might thraaten the cult's
operations. Even years after leaving the abusive group the urge fo hurt Ferself was sometimes overwhelming,
resulting in seff-inflicted scratches, bums, or razor blade cuts. Suicidal tendencies are common among ritual
abuse victims. One survivor said she would rather die than feel the pain caused by guilt over the things she
was forced to participate in. She saw, over and over, the pain felt by the cull's sacrificial offerings; sometimes
adutt, and somefimes child, victims, During these times. she would usually feel like hurting herself, saying, "l
deserve it." This false feefing of being respansible for those victims who died upen the Satanists' altars many
times would send the survivor into a frenzy of self-mutitation.

Other children who have been ritualisticallly abused will sometimes try to aggressively sexually assault
other children, repealing and acting out the perversion of the adult cult members.

All of the llustrations we have briefly examined in this chapter are gruesome testimonials o the horrers
that man is capable of inflicting upon innacent children. The rauma or emctional shock to the children is
immeasuratie and in many cases death results. As | have staled zarfier. in those cases where the child
survives, the awocities ‘he victim is feft with does meparable damage to tody, mind, and spirt. This
indoctrination :nfo evil is not easily reversed. That is exactly whal the percetrators of this abuse set out 1o

accomplish. The chiidren are taught that the dark god whe requites the biced, pan, and fesh of nnocer:
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victims ‘s the supreme ceity. They are taught that darkness is more powerful than light, Love is something
fictitious. To devour cne's own kind is 2 pleasure which extends [fe and adds to personal gain. The total
reversal of both spiritual and moral value results in the development of a heartiess, murderous, depraved
human being, who can oniy be reclaimed by the ong power greater than Gad's dark adversary. The power
of Jesus Christ to redeem, through love, those little ones offended by the servants of Satan himself,

is the one hope the innocent young victims have, _
After leoking at the obvious similarities between the Ancient Egyptian Blood Rituals of "The Book of

the Dead" and the disclosures of viciims of modern day ritualistic satanic abuse or Satanism, we are left with
no doubt as to the crigin of this dark religion. Although we may draw back at the thought, we must also
consider those who practice these dark rites and consider the role they may play in our every day life as a
society. Do these bload thirsty practitioners of horror affect anyone more than the innocent victims of
this religion?  We think: Yes!

We know from first-hand experience, the grief each victim-survivor is living through as they disclosed
the terribie things they endured. We have seen the problems this information has caused the famifies of the
survivors. We have listened as families and victim-survivors have told us how many imes they have been
rejected and not believed by their awn church families. We have spent a countiess number of days and nights
listening, believing, crying, _comfom'ng, and most ifnponant of afl praying for and with these victim-survivors and
their families: these ittle ones” whom Jesus died for.

We hope this book will show you - the reader - that the evif of old Is as reaf and present in our day as
it was in the day when the Ancient Rites were first recorded. Let us continue to pray for the innocent "little
anes” }.'ho need our intervention to help rescue them from the chains which bind them within this
"Hidden Holocaust.” ..

Although our society as a whole is rejecting the possibility of such an unspeakable problem; ritual chid
abuse is a reality. Only by believing thé children, who have survived these awful acts, can we help them
escape. Modem day Satanists have a number of stated geals; one of which is to claim as its own an entire
generation. Ye as Christians, must answer the call to spinitua warfare if we hope to help God's macst precious
creation; Qur children !

CRAWINGS 2Y SATANIC RITUAL ABUSE SURVIVORS
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CHAPTER 8 - BLACK MASONRY - DEVOTED TO THE KNOWLEDGE OF EVIL

‘n this chapiar we are documeﬁténg the doctrne of Black Masonry as * was taught by 33° Masaon C.
W. _eadbeater. Not onwy was Leadteatar a prominent Mason, he aisc was ar irfuential Thecsophist and
worked closely an many projects with the head of Theasoghy, Annie 3essant. Leadbeater acconding ‘o some
sourcas was a homosexual pedophile. ™ Accerding to Leadbeater, Black Masonry is degrees 19 through 30
in the Scattish Rite and are known as the Council of KADOSH. In the following quotes Knight K. H." is the
Masonic abbreviation for Knight Kadosh. In the following quote from Leadbeater's bock, Ancient Mystic Ritfes,
he defines the scope of Black Masonry and tatks abaut its relationshig to evil, suffering, and vengeance.

Few indeed of our Egyptian Bm. appear fo have passed beyond the
Rose-Croix, for only the few needed anything further than the splendid
revelation of the indwelling Love of God which they received in what we calf
the Eighteenth Degree. But for those few who felt that there was yet more
to lean of the nature of God, and who eagerly wished to understand the
meaning of evil and suffering and its relation to the divine pian, the
prototype of our Black Masonry existed, the teaching and progress
comprised in our degrees from the nineteenth to the thirtisth, This
saction of the Mysteries was especially concemed with the woridng out of
karma in its different aspects, studied as a law of retribution, from one point
of view dark and terrible. This is the inner kemel of truth fying behind the
vengeance-elements in the degree of Knight K.H.*'

Albert Mackey in his Encyclopedia of Freemasonry gives the doctrine of the Masonic Kadosh system.
K adosh doctrine centers around the story of the execution of James de Molay by the Pope and the King of
France for satanic cimes. James de Molay was the last head of the Knights Templars and Mackey conterds

that the Templars continue on in Freemasonry.

The doctrine of the Kadosh system is that the persecutions of the
Knights Templar by Philip the Fair of France, and Pope Clerment V, however
cruel and sanguinary in its results, did not extinguish the Crder, but it
continued to exist under the forms of Freemascnry. That ihe ancient
Templars are the medem Kadoshes, and that the uilcer at the Temple of
Solomon is now replaced by James de Molay, the martyred Grand Master
of the Temclars, the assassins being represenied by the King of France, the
Pace, and Naffodei tha in‘ormer against the Crder,™

I+ nis book, The Occult Conspiracy. Michael Howard iists the charges against the Knights Templars
that stermmed fram the Cetober raid of their neacquariers i Pans 'n the year 1307 AD.

Spesiicaly the Temolars were accused of denying e tene's of the
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Christian faith, spifting or urinating on the crucrfix during secret rtes of
nitadion, wershipping a skuil or head called Baphomet in a dark cave,
anainting it with biood or the fat of unbaptized babies, worshipping the Devil
in the shape of a black cat and committing acts of sodomy and bestiality....

Candidates entering the Order also had to kiss their initiator on the
mouth, the navel, ‘he penis and at 'the base of the spine’. These kisses
were regarded by critics of the Crder as proof of their perverted sexual
activities but in the occult tradition the naval, sexual organs and the
perineum are the physical locations of the psychic centres of the human
body, known in the East as chakras.'™

Freemasons today will argue that de Molay was not a Satanist and will rigorousty defend his character,
mainly hecause the Masonic organization for young boys is named after de Molay. This Masonic argument
contradicts the facts and de Molay stands in history as a man executed for Satanic crimes. British Historian
Nesta H. ‘Wetster talks about the convincing evidence against the Knights Templar.

Moreover, do the confessions of the Knights appear to be the
outcome of pure imagination such as men under the influence of torture
might devise? It is certainly difficult to believe that the accounts of the
ceremony of iniiation given in detail by men in different countries, all ciosely
resembfing each other, yet refated in different phraseciogy, could be pure
inventions. Had the victims been driven to invent they would surely have
contradicted each other, have cried out in their agony that all kinds of wild
and fantastic ntes had taken pface in order to satisfy the demands of their
interfocutors. But no, each appears fo be deseribing the same ceremony
more or less completely, with characteristic touches that indicate the
personality of the speaker, and in the main all the stories tafly. ™

The Mzsonic defense that the confessions of the Krights Templars wers extracted under torture is
false. While it is true that torture was used in France, lorture was not used in ltaly and England and the
confessions were identical. Leadbeater explains how the Templars went to Scotland and mingled their
doctrine with cther occult sources and the Egyplian mystenes to create the Black Masonry of the Scottish Rite.

Certain of the French Knights Templars tcok refuge with their brethren of the
Tample in Scotfand, and in that country their traditions became mingled to
sorme extant with the ancient Celtic ates of Heredom, thus forming one of the
sources fTam wnich the Scottish Rite was later to be evalved. Traditions of
vargeance Jpan ihe exacrable King and Pope and the Trailor passed down
throughout tne ages, and were interwoven with the Egyplian iradition
corresponding 12 our Biack Mzsorry, culmirating ‘n wtat we row call the
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This s cenfirmed by Masanic autrerty Albert Pike whe honors James de Molay as the founder of the

Scottish Rite.

"Tre end cof the drama is well known, and how Jacques de Mclai
ard his feliows perished in the flames. But befare nis execution, the Chief
of the doomed Order organized and instituted what afterward came to be
called the Occuit, Hermetic, or Scoftish Masonry. In the gloom of his prison,
the Grand Master created four Metropolitan Lodges, at Naples for the East,
at Edinburg for the West, at Stockholm for the North, and at Fans for the
South." [The initials of his name, J.+. B.«. M.+, found in the same order in the
first three Degrees, are but one of the many intemnal and cogent proofs that
such was the origin of modem Free-Mascnry. The legend of Osiris was
revived and adopted, to symbclize the destruction of the Order, and the
resurrection of Khurum, slain in the body of the Temple., ™

Once again Leadbeater stresses that Karma or revenge is the main glement of Biack Masonry.

The whole of what we now call Black Masonry led up to an explanation cof
karma as divine justice, this having been preserved for us in shadow in what
is now the 317, that of the Grand Inspector Inquisitor Commander, whose
symbol is a pair of scales. In EQypt this pair of scales was taken as an
emblem of the perfect balance of divine justice; the aspirant leamt that all the
evil and hemar associated with the working out of karma was indeed based
on perfect justice, although it had appeared as evil to the lesser vision of the
profane.’®

What was the revenge that was taken in the death of convicted Satanist James de Molay? According
to former Grand Commander Albert Pike, it was the death of the Pope, the King, and the informes against the

order.

*The Pope and the King soon after perished in a sfrange and
sudden manner. Squin de Florian, the chief denouncer of the Order, died
assassinated.'®

In this quote: Leadbeater makes it plain that Black Masonry is DEVOTED TO THE KNCWLEDGE OF

EVIL.

Thus the first stage of the kigher instruction. that of he Rese-Craix
or Red Masonry, was devoted to the knowledge of gocd, while the second
siage, that of K. H. or Black Mascnry, was devoted to the kncwledge of
gvil'® '
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Is it possible that there are Freemasaons today that ‘oliow Leadbeaters doctrine of Black Masonry,
dedicaled to the xnowledge of ewil? We will have to admit that it is indsec pessibie. Is it aisc possibie that
there are people in Freemasonry who ‘ake revenge against the Pope, the Stale, and the revealer of secrats,
seriously? Cnce again we have to admit - 1T IS AT LEAST POSSIBLE! It s interesting that in America the
Scottish Rite has a biacx uniform for the Knights Templar degree presumabiy because ¢f their great admiration
far d= Molay.

There have been considerable discussions about the black uniform of the
American branch of the Knights Templar, which does not conform to the
dress of the Medieval Crder, which was white with a red cross on the breast,
the Jatter being used in Brifish and Canadian priofies or preceplories. The
theory followed in the United States seems fo have been that black was
adopted In respect of the martyred de Molai and his associates.’™

The frightening thing about Freemasonry is that any interpretation can be given to Masonic ritual and
symbals that does not viclate basic Masonic {andmarks. As the Mason is encouraged to seek the deeper
understanding of the Masonic symbols, this leaves a huge door wide open for a Masen to plunge deeper into
the occult. This has been used by occultists for hundreds of years to develop their own system of Satanic
teaching. The following is from the indiana Freemasons Manitor,

Fortunately for the peace of mind of the modem inifiate there are no
arbitrary tests of faith in these matters, so there can be no frials for heresy
or danger or sorcerer buming. There are certain ancient doctrines known as
the Landmarks which every duly obligated Freemason is bound to respect;
there are prescriptions of Masonic conduct which he is bound lo chey. But
if he chooses ta believe that the Fratemity descended by some mysterious
process from the planet Neptune he is as iree 1o do so as he would be 1o
believe that Neptune itself is the ghost of a previous planetary incamation of
the world.™" :

From Proofs of a Conspiracy, Adam Weishaupt, the onginal founder of the Bavarian llumanati said:

..no man can give any account of the Order of Free Masonry, of its origin,
or its history, of its object, nor any explanation of its mysteries and symbols,
which does not leave the mind in totat uncertainty on all these points, Zvery
man s entitled, therefore, to give any explanation of the symkals, and any
system of the docwines, that he can render palatable. Hence have sprung
LD *hat variety of systems which for twenty years have divided the Craer. ™™

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CHAPTER 9 - FREEMASONRY AND SATANIC RITUAL ABUSE

My rame is Neil and | expenenced at least 18 years of Satanic nwual abuse
by several groups of Mascns. The Masans all over the courtry are an
organization - a secret order - and part of what thay dc 1s Atually abuse
children, adults, and animals. The pecpie in my family are to blame, as well
as the Masons and our saciety for allowing it to happen. The Masons are an
organized part of society, including politicians, judges, lawyers. policemen,
rabbis, priests, doctors, etc.  The Masaons are all are over the country,
including the female chapters, which are called Eastem Star.'™

This testimony by a SRA (Satanic Ritual Abuse) MPD (Multiple Personaiity Disorder) survivar should
give us reason for concemn about the pessibility of a cannection between Freemasonry and Satanic rituat
abuse. What is even more compelling is the fact that this lestimony is not unique. All over the United States
victims are disclosing that Satanic ritual abuse is being pepetrated by Freemasons and that this type of abuse
is taking place on Masonic properties.

There is now a rapidly growing awareness ameng therapists and Christian counter-cult ministries that
high percentages of their victims have a connection with Freemasonry.

Cne Christian minister, has worked with about 100 SRA MPD victims and reports that 30% of his
victims claim that they were abused by Masonic pempetrators and that over 50% of the actual abuse took place
on Masonic properties.

A practicing psychatherapist gives the following report:

[ am a psychotherapist in private praclice and treat mainly survivors of
Satanic cult abuse. About half of the clients | treat report that their fathers
were Masons. About half of the others report that a very close friend of the
family's was a Mason. They recall going to parties and gatherings at the
homes of Masons. '™ '

For sorme time now our ministry has been involved with waming the church about the cancerous anti-
Christan Tenace of Freemasonry. We have also been compiling a record of statements from therapists and
mirigiers anc of victims tke Nei who have testified to a dirsct cannection between FREEMASCNRY and SRA
[SATANIC RITUAL ABUSE). These testimonies are becoming too numercus o ignore ard ihe study of the

\asenic conracton in SRA could open iip naw areas of undersianding ard pravertion.
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Cur suspicions were first aroused that there could be a connection between Freemasonry and SRA
during our involvement in the "Slue House SRA case’ in Evansvilie, Indiana. The cnildren n Evansville alegad
that they were taken from school and subjected to Satanic abuse in a biue house. According to Rick Doninger,
the lzading children's advocate for the "biue house children', all of the ‘blue house children’ claimed that they
were abused by Masonic perpetraters. Mr. Deninger also informed us that the police who investigated the
‘blue house case' also were Freemasons. No arrests resuited from the investigation.

Some people say there is na reasen for unusual concem when Freemasons are accused of SRA
because many ministers, feachers, day care workers, and pelicemen have also been accused. Cn the surface
this argument seems to make sense but the fogic is faulty. What has often come out upon closer examination
is that those ministers, teachers, etc., accused of SRA have a common denominator - Freemasonry.

Much of our concem and motivation to revise our onginal EGYPTIAN-MASONIC-SATANIC
CONNECTICN book was a result of requests for information fike the fallowing from a Christian lay counselor.

Dear David,

I am a Cheistian lay counseior who works with women who have
been sexually and ntually abused. |, and other counselors | know, have had
clients report childhood sexual and ftual abuse occurming during Masonic
rtuals. | have begun seeking confimation from other counselors as well as
those who are exposing the Masons for written material that would confim
that this type of abuse is real.™

Qur response to this counselor and others is, "Yes, we do believe that this abuse is real and that
confimation is coming from al! parts of the country.”
The foliowing staternent is from a Midwest counter<cult ministry:

Yes, | have known many SRA’s who had Masons in their family - even those
who were not themselves involved in the Masonic Lodges have "Masonic
programming" in some part of their system....

[ would roughly estimate about one-haif the peopie i've worked with have
some connection to Masons.

The following statistics on Freemasonr'y and SRA are from a major Sook in the field of SRA by

Margarat Smith.

Sistorically, ceriain secret societies and fralemal omanizstons were
accused of oracicing a violent, sexualized mass. Sunvivors in this study also
reportad 3 efatonship setwser semelraior nvovamert [ sacrat seoigties
ang the sracice of ntua abuse Sixyy-seven cercert of me suravsis zag

their ritual abuse perpelrators wers members of secret sccieties cr fraternal
orgamizations. Thiry-three cercent said cerpetrating family members were
Mascons.'?

Trese figures of Thirty-three percent SRA victims abused by Masans is staggering. What is even
more alarming is the fact that many more could have had strong Masonic ties without the knowledge of the
victim. And what is even mare disturbing is that this figure is low compared to what we hear from many
therapists and ministnes.

THE FREEMASONRY - SATANISM - SATANIC RITUAL ABUSE LINKS

From cur personal contact with Satanic ritual abuse survivors and the therapists and ministers who
have worked with them, we have summarized the following NINE POINTS of the FREEMASONRY . SRA

An obvious connection between Mascnry and the various occult groups are the many leading
occuitists who were Freemasons. '
Aleister Crowley - Satanist - O.T.C.
Gerald Gardner - Founder of Gardnerian ‘Witchcraft
Alex Sanders - Founder of Alexandrian Witchcraft
Wynn Westcott - Goiden Dawn Founder
S. L. MacGregor Mathers - Golden Dawn Founder
Eliphas Levi - Black Magic - Artist who dr.ew the picture of the famous
Satanic Baphomel.
Sritish Historan Nesta Webster records that even in our century the Baphomet was .used in the
Masonic lodge.
"Baphomets' were preserved in the masanic lodges of Hungary, whers a
debased form of Masonry, known as Johannite Masonry, survives ‘o this
day.'®

POINT #2 - OVERLAPPING THECLOGY

The writings of Masonic suthorities Maniy P. Hall and Albert Fike, fo name two, are appealing to
members of accult orders cutside of Masonry. The teaching of these men and other Masons who emphasize
the universal aspect of Freemasonry and have a Kabbalistic element in their doctring, help {o farge a fink
between Masanry and cther occult orders.
POINT #3 . THE APPEAL OF MASONIC SECRECY

The secret structure of Freemasonry where all who enter the doors of the lodge swear a death

oath not to reveal Masanic secrefs or conversations that have taken place in the lodge has always heid great
appeat to members of various accult orders. Te our knowledge nothing that was ever said in a lodge has ever
been ysed against anyone to prosacute or convict them for g cime. Even in the first degree of Freemasonry,
the Entered apprentice degree, the penalty for revealing the secrets of the Lodge is a ritual murder.

All this | most solemnly, sincerely promise and swear, with a firm and
steadfast resolution fo perform the same, without any mental reservation or
seceet evasion of mind whatever, binding myself under no less penalty than
that of having my throat cut across, my tongue torm out by its roats, and my
body buried in the rough sands of the sea, at low-water mark, where the tide
ebbs and flows twice in twenty-four hours, should | ever knowingly viciate
this my Entered Apprentice obligation.™

One of the greatest Masonic authors of all time, former Grand Commander of the Scottish Rite, Albert
Pike, taught about the importance of Masonic secrecy and how the Masonic oath binds the Mason to every
other Mason in the world.

Secrecy is indispensable in a Mason of whatever Degree, [tis the
first and almost the only tessan taught to the Entered Apprentice. The
chligations which we have each assumed loward every Mason that lives,
requinng of us the performance of the most sericus and onerous duties
toward those personally unknown fo us until they demand our aid, —duties
that must be performed, even at the risk of life, or our solemn caths be
broken and violated, and we be branded as false Masons and faithless
men, :

Upon entenng the Order, the initiate binds to himself every Mason in the
world. Once enaroiled among the chiidren of Light, every Mason on earth
heccmes his broiher, and owes nim the dutes, the kindnesses. and the
sympathies of a brsther.™



Many so calted Christian Ministers are a mockery 1o God because they have obiigated themselves by
a deatn oath to aid Satarists and Witchas.

POINT #4 - THE CC-ORDINATION THEORY

Apearent co-operation between hospitals, law enforcement, peliticians, schools, and other institutions
have made victims' stories aven harder 1o accept. Could there te a co-ordinating factor between these
institutions enabling them fo execute their crimes? If we are going to believe the testimony of SRA survivers
we have to _ailow far such a factor, and Freemasonry could theoretically fill that role.

POINT #5 - THE RECRUITMENT POSSIBILITIES .

The fact that the Masonic lodge provides a fertile field of recruitment for other occult orders is hard
to deny. Freemasonry offers the possibility of inner groups forming within the lodge and gperating without the
knowledge of some Masons in the lodge wha would disapprove of their activities. The first man who was
krown to have done this was Adam Weishaupt with his Bavarian lllumanati. In this quote Aleister Crowley tells
how he was recruited into the O.7.C. by Theodore Reuss.

Although | was admitted to the thirty-third and last degres of Freemasonry
so long ago as 1900, it was not until the summer of 1912 that my suspicion
was confimed, | speak of my belief that behind the frivolities and
convivalities of our greatest institution {Freemasonry| lay in truth a secrat
ineffable and miraculous, potent to control the forces of Nature, and not only
to make men brethren, but make thern divine. But at the time | speak of a
man came to me, 3 man of those mystenous masters of esoferic
Freemasanry who are alike its Eyes and its Brains, and who exist in its
midst—unknown, often, even lo its acknowledged chiefs....This man {Theodor
Reuss {Frater Meriin} form whom Crowley took over the headship of the
0.7.0.] had been watching my occult career for some years, and deemed
me now worthy to partake in the Greater Mysteries. ™

POINT #6 - THE COVER-UP THECRY

Tte caths that all Masons swear to help one anather and the many politically influential Freemascns
makes the suspicion of Masans helping other Masons te cover up their crimes an obvious one. The following
guote from Cuncan's Masonic Ritual Monitor is a cortion of the oath of the Royat Arch degree of Yark Rite
Freamasanry. In this oath, which is just ene of the mary oaths that Masons swear as they move up in the
lodge, the Mason ctiigates himself to help his fellow-Masan whether he is right or wrong and to keep all of his
SeCTELs,

Lfurthermere promise and swear, that | will assist a Companion reyal
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Arch Mason when | see him engaged in any difficulty, and will espouse his
cause so far as to extricate tim from the samie, whether he be right or

| furthermere promise and swear, that | will keep alt the secrats of

a Campanion Roval Arch Mason (when Communicated to me as such, or |
knowing them to be such), without exceptions, = ‘

If a Mason tells you that the Masonic gaths are only symbalic and that he doesn't really take them
serious, ask the Mason to reveal the ‘secret word' that the Worshipful Master whispered in his ear upon |
the five points of fellowship in the Master Masons degreé. The Mason cannot tell you the ‘secret word'
that the Worshipful Master whispered in his ear when he was symbalically raised him from the dead with the
strong grip of the fions paw, BECAUSE HE HAS SWORN A DEATH OATH NOT TO DO SO. Ask the Mason
ta give this 'secret word” and you will quickly see how sefious Masons take their death oaths. The 'secret
word' is: MA-HAH-BONE.

POINT #7 - THE DEMONIC LINK

Testimonies have been given that participation in either Freemasonry of Satanism couid lead to demon
possession. The following statement was made by Or. C. Fred Dickason, the chaiman of the Theology
Depariment af Moody Bible Institute at the 1993 Leadership Conference For Ministry to Masons in Knoxville,
Tennesses.

Since the early 1870's | have counseled more than 550 people who were
demonically invaded and many of them were affected by Mascnic Lodge
backgrounds. Either ancestral lodge backgrounds or personal involvement
in the Lodge. ™

It is rapidly becoming common knowledge ameng Christian counselors who believe in demonic
oppression and possession that participation in Freemasonry af any level can lead to oppression and even
possessian. Leading Chnstian counselor Or. Netl T. Anderson in his book, Released From Bondage, calls on
his readers fo *renounce your previous or current involvement with Satanically-inspired occult practices or false
refigions.” = Dr. Anderson then provides a "Non-Christian Spirftual inventory™ that lists such "Satanically-
inspirec” pracices and faise religions. The Masons arz on this jist by Cr. Anderson as a group with which all
involverent should be renounced ‘o ind ‘reedom in Chnst. Reports are also teceming widespread from
Jeliverance minisires who are Ciscovenng the devastating sifect that participation in Freerasonry can have.

The following quote is Fom the ook Demcns Oefealed by Bl Subntzky.
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Another form of hereditary oppression can come through the
Masonic Ladge. This Lodge which werships the gods of Baal and Ashitaroth,
was founded in England in 1717 as a uriversal religion. Jesus is not central
ard the oaths taken are totally contrary to the Word of Gad. The persan
whose parents have belonged to that Lodge may well find that they are
urder a spirit of oppression. Until they renounce the involvement of their
parents or ancestors in that Lodge, fargive their parents and ancestors and
command the familiar spint of Freemasonry to depart, they will find there is
an occultic influence aver them. They will have difficulty in witnessing to the
presence and power of God in their fives. Many weil meaning Christians
belang to the Freemasaniy Lodge without realizing its origin and the source
of oppression upon them. "

| well recall 3 leading member of a Christian organization who came
fo me because he and his wife were having some problems. The Holy Spirit
quickly showed that this man had been a member of the Freemasonry Lodge
approximately twenty-five years earlier, and afthough he had left the Lodge
he had never formally severed his connections with it, and in fact stifl had
some of the regalia in his home. Like the other persons referred to earfier,
this man was a Spirit-filled, tongue-speaking Christian of high standing in a
Pentecostal church. He readily agreed fo renounce again all involvement
with the Freemasonry Lodge and fo bumn the regafia. After he had made this
renunciation and the deliverance ministry commenced, 3 demon clearly
manifested itseff through this man. 1t threw him on the floor like a snake and
he slithered zlong the floor and up the wall of the bedroom.™

Christians who believe in an intefligent Devit and his Demons can easily see how he could use the
system of Freemascnry to accompiish his goals.
PQINT #8 . THE GENERATIONAL LINK

Many Freemasons have a fremendous compulsion for their children to continue on in the Lodge. Many
people have reperted tremendous pressure from their Masonic parents fo join Masonic organizations. This
is a definite similarity with generation Satanist and Witcheraft families. We believe the similanty is due to
demonic influence. Daniel Ryder gives us the following information about transgenerational cutts in his boak

"Breaking The Circle Of Satanic Ritual Abuse.”

Transgenerationatl cults are those perpetuated through family generations,
They are not exclusive to satanism, but may be based on cther forms of
religicus radition. Children brought up in such environments often view cult
activities as the norm. Pawer, nentage, and programming keep the
rransgenerational cults flourishing. Some of these cults engage in prayer
ntual, mind controf, sexual orgies, chid sexuaf atuse, lorlure,
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murder/sacrifice.”®

Alex Sanders who was a Freemason and a witch was inifiated inlo witchcraft by his Grandmather.

Alex Sanders said ne was initiated as a witch when he was seven
vears cld by his grandmcther who was a witch. As the story goes, she had
him stand nude in a circie with his head down. She tock a sham razor, cut
his scrotum to make it bleed slightly, and declared him a wilch, He was
initiated as a third degree, and he became a black magickian. ™

POINT #9 - DISSOCIATION
Dissociation is a defense mechanism that develops in people that experience extreme circumstances

that they cannot face. A licensed Psychologist, Dr. Loreda L. Fox explains:

Webster defines dissoctation as a spiit in the conscious process in
which a group of mental activities breaks away form the main stream of
corsciousness and functions as a separate unit, as if belonging to another
person.

We all dissociate in certain circumstances, and normal trances
nclude such things as daydreaming, fantasizing, or mental absarption.
Everyone can relate o being so engrossed in an activity that the outside
worid is an the periphery of awareness. An example is watching T.V. while
kids are laughing and piaying in the background and not even being aware
of them. This is dissociation.

In order to not receive certain input we have ail developed the ability
to tune something out. This is exactly what a person does in order 10 escape
the reality of a harsh stimuli at the time it presents. He dissociates from it
and does not experience the full impact of the experience at the time.

Qur bodies are made to go into shock if we are severely wounded
so that we do not feel the pain. Peagple who are shot or stabbed often say
that they felt nothing at the time. Our mind also goes into shock and
removes itseif from traumatic awareness.

A client lold me that her brother used to describe how he weuld
leave his body and stand and watch while his father beat him. He bragged
that when he did this, the beatings did not hurt him at all, and therefore he
confinued 10 seperate from similar traumatic events. This is a simple
explanation of dissociation 2

What is sad is that dissociation is taught to people in Satanic cults. This is so that MPD 'Multiple
Fersonaiity O:sorder! wil develep in the victim and the memonies of the abuse will be hidden in one of the alter-
cersonalities.  The wicums who cannot dissociate and repress ‘he memonies are usually sacrficed.

Psycactherapist Wendy Heffnan 2x2 ains:
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Dissaciation is different for survivors of satanic cult abusa. The cult
carefully teaches the art of dissociation. [ts victims' lives depend on
their capacity to leamn it young and fast. Dissociation s a required subject
taught in its schoal, ke math or satanic writing. Mareover, the cult insists
that s victims master simuitaneously dissociation and not dissaciating. lt's
sasy for cult members to tell by looking at somebody whether he is
cissociating. They can check on a member’s dissociative skill just as easily
as they can check on whether his addition is accurate ™'

Disscciation also occurs in what the Freemasons and other occultists call initfation. The candidate
dissociates and ogers his mind up to demons who give him spiritual experience. The goal of occult initiation
is what is cailed "Cosmic Consciousness” or sometimes *Christ Corsciousness® where the initiate comes to
the paint that he believes he is God.

Read carefully how this Freemason talks about the need to dissociate in Masenic initiation and how
ta be a "Master* you must be abie to "shut off consciousness at will". The following quote is from The Masonic
Initfation by W. L. Wilmshurst.

Nevertheless, a measure of dissociation does occur naturally in even the
mest healthy and well-organized people(and of cases of abnarmal psychic
looseness of constitution we need not speak). It occurs in sleeg, when the
consciousness may be vividly active, whether in an orderly or disorderty
manner, people “ravel” in their sieep. It occurs at times of illness ar viclent
shock. it may be induced by alcohol or drugs; the "anesthetic revelation® is
a well recognized phenomencn. Under any of these conditions there may
be a complete ec-stasis, or conscious standing out or away of the Ego from
the physical body. Apparitions and aven acticn at a distance are well
accredited facts. Such phenomena are explicable only upen the suppositions
of the existence of a subtler vehicle than the gross body, of the fact that
consciousness becomes temporariiy fransferred from the latter to the former,
and that the two are capable of cenjeint function in complate independence
of the physical brain and body....

A Master, however, is one wha has outgrown the incapacities to which the
undeveloped average man is subject. Unlike the latter, he is in full
krowledge and contral of all his parts; whether his physical body be awake
or wrapped in sieep, he maintains unbroken consciousnass. He is able at
will fo shut off consciousness of temporal affairs and apply it to supra-
chysical ones. He ¢an thus function at a distance from his physical bedy,
wnether upen the mundane or upon higher planes of the ccsmic facder....

Initiation always occurs when the physical body is in a state of trance
or sleep, and when the temporarily liberated corsciousness has been
transferred to a higher leval,’?
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LET US SET THE RECORD STRAIGHT

NOT ALL FREEMASONS ARE SATANISTS and many of them would heartly opgase the Satanic
activity that we nave described in this book. FREZMASONRY REMAINS SUFREMELY AN ORGANIZATION

do not. Many Masons go through the rituals and give little thought to their deeper meaning. Not ali Masors
are bad peorle. Many have a high standard of morality and are concerned and caring people. ! yeu fancy
yourself such a Mason, let us say this 1o you: YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE ACTICNS AND
DOCTRINF_:S THAT THE MASONIC LODGE PERPETRATES, YOUR MANDS ARE NOT CLEAN. YOU
CANNOT REAP THE BENEFIT OF POWER AND PRESTIGE OF THE LODGE AND REMAIN ALOQF FROM
THE RESPCONSIBILITY FOR WHAT GOES ON THERE. It would be impossible for a true Chrstian to
participate in even the first degree of Masonry and swear the terrible death oath and not be convicted by the
Haly Spirit that what he was doing is wrong. Masonic materials can be obtained by anyone who is interested
and much material has been published that exposes the true intent and purpose of the lodge. IGNORANCE
IS NO EXCUSE AND A POOR DEFENSE. If you profess Christianity, you cannot justify your participation in
Freemasonry because the lodge has been shown to be iotally incompatible with Christianity, THERE IS NO
EXCUSE - YOUR HANDS ARE NQT CLEAN.

If you are a Mason and have decided to RESIGN from the lodge, a form is provided for your
convenience. |f a Mason 'demits' from the organization, it means that he is in good standing and can start
attending égain. YOU WILL NEED TO RESIGN FROM ALL PARTS OF MASONRY, such as the Blue Lodge,
the Shnine, and the Scottish Rite, etc. Rencunce all ties and demanic influence from your life that you have
received from the Freemasons. Plead forgiveness from God through his son Jesus Christ. Call or write us
if ycu have questions.
