All reference to God and his work is plain assumpti on and speculation. That is 
another scherre of the .t-bther Church to keep the ca:ttle under control .

Man generally conceives that he is 
learning about himself when he studies 
history and science, but really all he is 
doing in such study , is getting further from 
self. For, after all, the study of history 
and the sciences furnish nothing of value 
as to self. For history always fades into 
tre.di tion , and tradition becomes lost in 
th,e night of ti.rre; and the so-called sci­
ences , when investigated with sufficient 
care and analysis, resolve themselves into 
theori es and the theories finally resolve 
themselves into the misty substance of 
phantoms and lose themselves in the vort'?x 
of dreams.

Chapter 2 

SY1'1BOLISM 

The Bible cannot be understood 
because the rr.akers of it were gov­
erned by a desire to exalt the 
priesthood and enslave the masses . 
To that end they personalized sym­
bols and literalized allegories that 
appeared in the ancient scrolls . 

M:xiern language is a rrosaic in 
which lie embedded the chips and fos­
sils of ancient races , i n comparison 
with whose vast antiquity, Sanscrit 
is but a speech of yesterday. 

In its glacier-like progress, 
language has broug/lt down along the 
ages the detrius of tongues that 
were spoken millions of years before 
the art of recording by writing was 
developed, but which, notwithstand­
ing, were indelibl y inscribed and 
faithfully preserved in the na:rres 
of lands , rrountains , rivers , etc . 

Empires disappear and nations sink into 
oblivion under successive waves of invasion , but 
place and proper narres, preserved traditianally 
by woro of rrouth, renain inviolate to a great 
extent.

Symbolism is far older than any written 
language . Picture-writing pr-eceded word-writing 
by many long ages . Man 'ti ec1rliet:;t instructicn 
was by :rreans of syntlols. 

A symbol is defined to be a visible sign 
with which SO!l'f! idea is connected. The word 
"synbol" is derived from the Greek verb which 
signifies "to compare one thing with another . " 
But the Greek who made that assertion did not 
t.mderstand the origiiial :rreaning of "symbol . " 

The oldest known symbols are the Zodiac , 
the Sphinx, and the Tarot . And they were not 
designed by the Ancient Magi to compare one thing 
with another . They were invented to illustrate 
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Of Elemental Energies in Nature, 
when united with Elementary Ener­
gies, gives the Buddhist LAMH HAND 
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various phases of the work of Crea­
tion as they understood it. 

Therefore , to understand the 
real meaning of their SYJ'I'bols , the 
nature of t heir philosophy had t o be 
known. For every syrrhol has several 
rreanings , and the neanings of the 
Symbols of the Ancient Magi concealed 
the esoteric meaning of thei r philo­
sophy. 

It was Egypt that led the way in 
giving shape, in its religion and 
hieroglyphics , to Man's awareness of 
the ret erial and spir·i tual , natural 
and ethical duality to the worl d . 
The Egyptian philosophy was partly 
assimilated by the Syrians, Phoeni­
cians and Greeks , reaching the l atter 
nation largely thru secret societies. 
Herodotus indicated , in writing of 

the Pythagoreans, that they were obliged to wear linen clothes "in accordance with 
the Orphic cererronies, which are the sane as the Egyptian. " 

The entire cosrros corres to be conceived after the human pattern. As the es­
sence of all phenorrena i s , in the last resort, a vibrant rhytlun, the intimate nature 
of phenonena is directly perceptibl e by polyrhythr.ri.c human consciousness. 

For this reason, imitating is knowing . The echo is the paradigmatic form of 
imitation. Words , georretric synbols and murber-ideas are a cruder form of imitation .. 

Carlyle said, "It is in and thru symbols that man consciously or unconsciously 
lives, and worl<s, and has his being." And his woros apply very pertinently to art 
in all its branches, for every one of these represents, in the first place , an at­
tempt to reincarnate sorrething in Nature . And this attempt cannot be made save 
with the assistance of same manner of syrrholism. 

Coleridge stated: "An idea in the highest sense of the word, cannot be ex­
pressed but by a symbol. Painters and sculptors have realized this , and have tried 
to crystallize abstract ideas by the aid of certain signs, ·sorre of them having quite 
an obvious rreaning, but others being cryptic. 

The art of the Hindus is perneated with syrrbolism, much of it quite incompre­
hensible to Europeans. The ancient Greek. Masters also traded in symbols , one of 
which occurs repeatedly in their output being the fig-leaf, which represented 
anorousness, and was a direct reference to the allegory of the fall of man as de­
scribed in the Bible. 

"And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that they were naked, 
and they sewed Fig Leaves together, and nade themselves aprons" (Gen. 3 :7). 

The frequent allusions in the Old Test anent to the hand of God, as the instru­
rrent of his sovereign power, naturally inspired pristine artists to syrnl::x:>lize the 
Deity ' s onnipotence by drawing a hand , sOJreti.nes with a cross bethind it , sorretines 
e.rrerging from the clouds . 

Before the end of the eleventh century A.D. mystic synbolism waned, and the 
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great medieval masters of 
religious cU't, IIEn like 
Ghibert , Raphael , Pintln"lichio 
and Michelangelo, scorned to 
deal in rrere emblems , and 
strove to depict biblical 
scenes with rutb~ess veracity 
to natm"e , Ghibert poing so 
far as to try to introduce a 
species of perspective into 
bas-relief.

A reliable int erpre­
tation of the symbols and 
allegories of the t\ncient 
Magi requires knowledge of 
the real rr.eaning of their 
teachings .

Chapter ~

"And Uriel sha-red re 12 gates open for the circuit of the chariots of the Sun 
in heaven, from which shoot forth the rays of the Sun" (Book of Enoch) . 

"And he carried re away in the Spirit to a great and high rrountain, and showed 
rre the great city , the holy Jerusalem, descending out of heaven . .. and Cit) had 
a wall great and high, and had 12 gates , and at the gates 12 angels, and na.JreS 

written thereon, which are the narres of the 12 tribes of the drildren of Israel" 
(Rev. 21 :10-12). 

The great and high rrountain is the brain of man, of which there is nothing 
higher . The great city is the Living Organism, the greatest city ever built, of 
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ANCIENT SECRET WISDOM 

cells , blood vessels , glands , etc. known and un­
known; and the Spirit within it descended from 
heaven. The wall of the city is the Aura, and has 
12 energy centers , where the 12 cosmic forces (the 
apostles of the Lamb, or Sun) are focused upon the 
Microcosm, and these focal centers are dynamically 
related to the 12 orifices of the Living Organism

S?iri tually, we find the Founder having 12 labors, 
or 12 sons, or surrounding himself with 12 apos­
tles or 12 disciples. 

Not only are there the 12 sons of Jacob, whose na"Te means an arch or circle, 
and who syrrbolically founded the 12 tribes of Israel, another myth, but there are 
i2 princes of Ishmael, the 12 Olympic Deities, the 12 labors of Hercules, the 12 
Gods Consent, the 12 Governors of the Manidhean System, the 12 disciples of Jesus, 
the 12 Apostles of Orisis, the 12 Knights of King Arthur and the Round Table (Zod­
iac), the 12 Brothers Arvaus, the 12 Altars of St. James, the 12 Shields of Mars, 
the 12 Asses of the Scandinavians, the 12 Sacred Cushions (seats or signs) on ~<1hich, 
in Japanese cosrrogony, the Deity sits. 

There were 12 dimensions to Solorron ' s Temple. nAnd Solonon (symbol of the 
Sun) had 12 officers (signs) over all Is- ra-el (children of the Sun) v1hich provided 
victuals (radi ation) for the king and his household, each man his rronth in a year 
made provision" (I Kings 4:7). 

Also the 12 precious stones in the breastplate of the Hebrew High Priest 11were 
according to the narres of the children of Is-ra-el (Sun), like the engravings of a 
signet" (Ex. 39 : 14), i.e . , the engraved symbol of the Zodiacal Sign. They were 
also carved "upon the 12 wings of the two Cherubim above the Mercy Seat in the 
tabemacle, and also on the Chair of Peter in the Vatican11 (Mythology of the Aryan 
Nations, Cox 98) . 

In the Hebrew allegory the Trinity of Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob are ex­
pressed, and "peopling the whole earth" or the Circle , thru the 12 Sons (signs) of 
Jacob (Zodiac). 

This allegory indicates the origin of all races , and 
obviously does not refer to the origin of the Hebre\-7 nation . 
For as we know now, there were mmy nations with much 
higher civilizations than the Hebre\-7 long before, as well 
as at the tirre of, the beginning of that little nation ... 

The allegory was invented to signify 1:hat from the 
beginning there have always been 12 types 'of universal 
influences manifesting in humanit y, each type expressing 
one of the 12 phases of the Spiritual Sun reflected in 
and thru the Zodiac. It also indicates that humanity 
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The Sun Stone, showing the Aztec calendar. is displayed in the National Museum of 
Anthropology and Archeology. 

has evolved thru the various cycles of unfoldment by assimilating these zodiacal 
influences--the radiant spiritual-force , the syrrrolic 'blood of our father , Jacob." 

In this allegory appears a definite description of the 12 signs of the Zodiac 
and the divisional houses of the horoscope, the astrological import of which be­
corres evident in the nature of the central character . In other words , 'AB' first, 
or Father , and 1 RAH' elevation. Aries , t he Ram, is t he first division of t hi s 
Zodiac of 12 signs or tribes , ~presenting the term, elevation . And so, according 
to the Bible, AB-RAM carre from the East , the p:::>int where the Sun rises . 

Mystically, this takes us back to the beginning of m:mifestation, or the pro­
jection of the Spirit and itG 12 differcntations or subsisting intelligence, in the 
world of physical existence . 

The word, Father, as qualifying the dignity of AB-RAM, has reference to the 
sidereal godhead as applied to Saturn. . . . ;'Our Father which art in heaven" was a 
direct prayer to this paternal principle, and for t his r eason Krist (Kris, Sun) is 
expressly denominated as a Son of Abrahan1 ,or Son of the Father, for the Sun is the 
center of that system about which Saturn describes an encompassing circle . 

The Zodi acal influences should not be regarded as having the •:x)mpelling p:::>wer 
of Fate , but as power furnished mm for guidance in his pilgrimage thru the lower 
worlds toward his Father 's ho\.:se, the mastery of each influence constituting one 
of his J2 great labors (Luke 16: 25) . 
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A similar JrearUng applies in the case when Elijah cast his mantle upon Elisha 
whom he saw plowing with 12 yoke of oxen (I Kings 19: 19) . 

This SYJ!lbolized that Elisha had conquered , harnessed , and was ;.tsing all the 
powers indicated by the Zodiac to do his worl<: or to accomplish his mission upon the 
Earth, showing that he was then ready to receive the mantle of lX'wer for the New 
Cycle which succeeded the cycle closed by the passing of Elijah. 

The 12 Sons of Jacob referred to the cycle of the Sun in passing thru the 12 
signs of the Zodiac, as indicated by the fact that banners carri ed by the 12 tribes 
bore the syrrbols of their respective zodiacal signs . Til is is further evidenced by 
the forecast of ''That which shaLL befall you in the last days" as given by the dying 
Jacob to his sons (Gen . 49:1), each forecast being a description of the chc:racter­
istics of the zodiacal sign indicated. 

The 12 tribes of Is-Ra-El (Isis -Ra-El) symbolized the 12 phases of the Power 
of Creation which accomplish their ultimate work in evolution in each Age . The 
Cosmic Power that draws upward all things that are down on the earth, and that dir­
ects downward into manifestation upon the earth all things that are in the Empy­
rean. The constant rotation of the Creative Cycle, without beginning and without 
ending. 

The physical manifestation and embod.i.m:mt of Cosmic Power is the physical 
Sun . But its human rranifestation is the awakening Spirit that can grasp the oppor­
tunity and worl<: the physical phase in harnony with the law. It is all very si.rrple 
when the basic f acts are known, and in that case t here di'e no mysteries in Creation' s 
worl<:. 

But during the thousand years of the Dark Ages , the l"bther Church did man's 
thinking and planning, and he was burnt at the iron stake if he did any thinlcing 
of his own and let it be publicly known. 

But the l"bther Church is passing; its days are numbered; and the New Age now 
dawning will eml ve 12 leaders and 12 seats , all in their proper place around the 
Sun. Only when each of the 12 has raised his banner and reflected the Golden Rays 
of the Glorious Sun , will those who belong under that banner be gathered together 
and learn from the leader of their tribe and precepts of understanding of the 
great Ladder of Life . 
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If SClf"reone told you SC>I'rething that 
seemed of great spiritual significance , 
and, on inquiry, asserted that he had 
gained his knowledge in a vision, no doubt 
you would consider him a spiri tua1 man, and 
an instrurrent of divine revelation. Then if 
you later learned that this man did not 
have a vision at all, and that what he had 
told you was common knowledge among the 
wise, you might still rate the knowledge 
high , but your estimate of the man would 
sink rather low. If you were like rrost 
people , you would regard him as a plain 
fraud . Sudl is the biblical Ezekiel , and 
this story appears in Chapter l , verses 1 
to 20 , Book of the Prophet Ezekiel. 

"And I looked , and, behold, a whirlwind 
cane out of the north, a great cloud, and a fire infolding itself, and a brightness 
was about it, and out of the midst there of as the color of amber, out of the midst 
of the fire . 

"Also out of the midst: thereof carre the likeness of four living creatures . 
And this was their appearance; they had t:he likeness of a man . And every one had 
four faces, and every one had four wings . " ( vs . 4- 6) . 

These four creatures were m:m, ox, lion, and eagle , and they were Aquari us , 
Taurus , Leo , and Scorpio , the four cardinal points , not of the solar but of the 
stellar Zodiac, and hence of the creative process. 

All antiquity knew about them; every nation made USE. of them in its art and 
reythology. Why then should they be a strang-e revelation to Ezekiel? That was an­
other trick of the biblical nakers to ll'o/Stify the profane and exoteric with the 
''Word of God . " 

Anong the Orphics these zodiacal signs were designated Dragon, Bull , Lion and 
Eagle . The Babylonians called them Oustour-, the Man; Kirub , the Bull; Nirgal, the 
Lion; and Nathga , the Eagle . 

There is a drawing by Levi of those four anirrals enclosed in a six-pointed 
star, with the Hebrew narre Adoni over it . In India there is a similar picture 
with the word Adonari over it, hence the Adoni of the Hebrews . 

The complexity, a "wheel within a wheel" and nany other wheels, is the 
Zodiac, with its cosmogonical , precessional , annual and daily cycles within it . 
The "whirlwind" is the ceaseless noti on . The nswastika" was a very ancient sym­
bol . The Ancient Hagi called it the "Wheel of Fire . " The "eyes" of the wheel 
are symbols of the intelligence of the Atom to perform creative prosesses. 

It rray logically be assUJJed that when Ezekiel des­
cribed his "vision," he was simply making use of Assy­
rian mytrology which he had seen again and again when 
the Jews were in that long captivity. 

Prof. E. E . Goldsmith said: "The Hebrews rrerely 
used for their poetic imagery the Characteristic be­
liefs of the people to whom they made direct: reference. 
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H . P. Blavatsky wrote: "The religion of 
the Babylonians and the Assyrians was transferred 
a.lnost bodily into the Scriptures of the Hebrew 
captives, and from tJ"1ere into Christianity." 
And now its Four Beasts are the Four Angel s of 
the Roman State Church - Michael , Gabriel, Raph­
eal , and Uriel , and when humanized, Matthew, 
Mark, Luke and John. 

What then of the biblical statenent that 
"the heavens opened and I saw visions of God" 
(Ezek. 1:1) . 

The only heavens that opened for Ezekiel 
was the ancient Wisdom of the Assyrians . He took 
this and arranged it in awe-inspiring words as 
the authority for his subsequent diatribes ag­
ainst the rebellious house of Israel . And to 
support his position he said the Lord comnanded 
him thus and so . 

.ArY:l such is the nature and sot.rr>Ce of all 
"divine revelations," -- ancient oosrrology lost 
in the planetary twilight , rediscovered and per­
verted by priestly plagiarists. 

These Four Beasts also appear in the Kabbala -- Hebrew theosophy as distin­
guished frorn Hebrew theology. Combined, the four' make up the Adam Kadrron, or 
generic Nan, identical with Jehovah or God . 

Graphically, they are presented thus: the Man, the Lim, the Eagle , the Bull. 
These four letters are Yod, He , Vau , He , f·rcm which corres Yahveh , later Jehovah . 
Putting them together pictorically, the Kabbalists made a clever symbol of the 
Creator. 

The TETRAGRAMMATON is but a duodecimal transposition of these four letters of 
the word YPHVEH , I being synonyrrous with Y. These all convey the rreaning of the 
verb 11to be," life itself, and the twelve transpositions represent the twelve stages 
in the creative process . Thus they are identical with the twelve signs of the Zod­
iac. The four "beasts" are , as we stated, the four' cardinal points of the Zodiac 
of Constellations--the four angels of the ~ther Church and the four authors of the 
four gospels .

Chapter 5 

12 lABORS OF HERCULES 

The 12 Labors of Hercules is another 
allegory that deals with the 12 signs o~ 
the Zodiac . He is a symbol of the Sun J.I1 

its passage thru the 12 signs . The myth 
also symbolizes the steps of Initiation 
thru which nan must pass ere he becorres 
a "Surr Initiate. 11 

The Labors are the work that m3.n must 
perform in his Zodiac or Cycle of evolu­
tion , viz . , the transmuting of the lower 
or mllign influences of the 12 signs that 
the higher, elevating powers of each Sign 
may lend their aid to his upward climb. 

T'ne !Io/th of the life of Hercules 
closely resembles in sone of its salient 
features the biblical story of Jacob, 
signifying that both are reytholog:ical fig­
ures , employed to teach the same lesson 
and symbolize the sane creative data, 
therefore they both have the sarre esoter­
ic nean.ing. 

As the four cardinal points of the Zodiac are indicated by the four signs , 
Taurus (Bull), Leo (Lion), Scorpio (.eagle),. and Aquarius (Man), so the relation of 
Hercules to the Zodiac is indicated by his connectiro with the characteristics of 
these four signs, and their relationship to the Lost word. 

Hercules is represented by a Bull 1s neck (Taurus) and shoulders that give him 
his great strength and ability to labor and bear heavy burdens, the power "to do . " 
He is clad in a lion 1 s skin {Leo) by reason of which he is fabled to have gained 
his great courage, ·the power "to Dare. 11 In his cradle when only eight rronths old, 
he strangled two serpents which his father, Amphitryon , put into the beds of the 
twins in order to decide which was really his son. T'ne fact that Iphikles fled 
and Hercules killed the serpents at once convinced him. 

This was a prophecy of the victory of Hercules over the lower serpentine for­
ces ( sexualism) in later life , when he killed the nine-headed Hydra, and when he 
rejected Aphrodite (c.::l.n-..:11 lust) and chose Athene (Wisdom) . 

Strangling the serpents syrrrolized the lowest aspects of Scorpio (to keep si­
lent) . For only in the mystic silence can we transmute the lower creative force 
(Scorpio) , which is rcythologized as the "Serpent in the path that bi teth the horse 1 s 
heels , so that the rider shall fall backward, " into the Eagle , which shall 11JTX)lll1t 
up at thy coJTl.Jllai1d and rreke her nest on high" (Job 39: 2 7) . Also, the serpent is 
the ;rost silant of all beasts , yet the JTOSt deadly . 

The h\.lm3n aspect of Hercules symbolizes Aquarius , the Divine Man of the Zod.::.ac 
who pours forth the water of life (Rev. 22 :1) to make the Initiate stronger so he 
can gain victory in his struggles . This is the power of man "to know. " 

Even the madness in which Hercules is depicted as slaying his own children , 
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carries out the syrrbolism. For thus must the would-be Sun 
Initiate destroy the results of his lustful thoughts. 

Often he is accused of madness by the world . "Strive 
with thy thcughts unclean before they conquer thee. Use them 
or they will use thee . For if thou let them al one they will 
take root and grow . Know well these thoughts ;,.;ill conquer 
and kill thee" (Blavatsky) . 

Hercules •.vas proclairred the Champion of Man by the five 
accoutrerrents given him by the gods, i.e. , Athene (Wisdom) 
gave him a robe; Hemes (Esoteric Wisdom) gave him a sword , the 
Sword of Victory ; Apollo (Illumination) gave him a Bow with 
which to shoot darts of Creative Power; Hephaistos (Solar 
fire) gave him a Breastplat e , the Protecting FlaJTE of the 
Creator, scid to be a Consuming fire (Deut . 4 :12-21+; Heb. 
12 : 29 , etc . ) , in which Evil cannot endure if we penni t Fire 
to form an Aura about us . 

From a mighty Oak Tree in Nerrea, Hercules cut a great 
Club, symbolizing the strength of Righteousness wrenched from 
Nature . So it was with these Five Weapons, signifying T-he 
five Senses of Man, that Hercules perfo:nred his 12 Labors . 

These Labors are not perfomed in the order in which the Silff!S succeed one 
another in the Zodiac . For eac."-1 Incarnating Ego begins its ter•restrial Pilgrim­
rrage in the Si gn ruled by the Planetary 
Hierarchy from wl-ich it emanated. Af-
ter that, it incarnates in the SiWl 
in which its next Great Life Ex­
perience or lesson is 1:0 be 
learned, and this varies 
with each Ego . Hercules , 
syrr.bol.izing a Sun Q:x:1, 
naturally began in the 
Sign ruled by the Sun 
i.e . , Leo . 
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Chapter 6 

'IHE PYRAMID 

The Great Pyramid of Gizeh was one of the 
chief temples of the Ancient Mysteries, but we 
present it now only as a symbol and shall des­
cribe its symbolical charactE.ristics . 

A Giant structure of stone, built thousands 
of years ago, by scientists with a knowledge of 
astronoJT\Y and ma.thenatics so great , and with the 

use of instruments of such remarkable precision, that modern scientists view it with 
awe . All the other pyramids in Egypt are copies of this one . 

This great edifict:, sal<.l Prof. The venin, reveals anazing knowledge of a race 
of Supermen who lived JIOre than fifty thousand years ago. 

Pyra is G: -aek for Fire , or Light , or the illumination that reveals sorething 
or m3kes objects visible in the dark, as wel l as giving heat. Midos is Greek and 
rreans "rreasures." 

The Greeks adopted the wcr js Pyra and Midos . from the Phoenician word 11Purim­
middah." 

The form of the Pyramid symbolizes the ascending na:rre, flashing upward toward 
the Sun,--a symbol of the Spark of Life, striving to return to the Solar Orb. 

Fire is the most ancient syrrbol of Life , and the Sun was regarded as its 
source. For that reason the ancient Egyptians ascribed Divinity to the Sun. 

Before the Egyptians, the pri..rreval race of Aryans regarded the Sun as the 
universal Generator of Light and Life. In the Vedic Hynns appear perpetual allus­
ions to the Solar Orb with its life-bestowing rays. The 97th Psalm is a lyric to 
the Sun. The Persians , Assyrians and Chaldeans considered the Sun as the Uni ver­
sal Generator of Light and Life. 

Solar Worship was the oldest and by far the most prevalent of all ancient 
rel igions , and that fact frequently slipped into the Bible in spite of the efforts 
of the Church Fathers to prevent it. 

Holy Bible actually rreans Sun Book. Helios i s Greek for Sun, and Biblia is 
Greek for Book. So even the title of the book signifies that it was compiled from 
the scrolls of the ancient Sun Philosophers. 

Four Divisions of the Body 

The four sides of the Pyramid, laid flat, form four trangles around the base. 
The four-sided base represents the Four Cosmic Principles of which the Four Divis­
ions of the Human Temple are composed . In modern terminology, these are called 
hydrogen, nitrogen, oxygen , and carbon. I n the ancient philosophy they were termed 
Fire , Air , Water and Earth. 

The Ancient Magi considered these four cosmic principles as the foundation of 
all created objects , and upon this foundation are built by Creation the four div­
isions of the living organism, each division composed of its particular elerrent . 
The physical division from the earth elerrent, the fluidal division from the water 
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THE WHEEL OF WlSDOM. 

elenent, the nental division from the aerial elerrent, and the vital division from 
the electrical elerrent . 

The physical division is interpenetrated by the next finer divisioo, called the 
fluidal, vibrating at a higher rate , in which are registered the errotions and pas­
sions . 

These two divisions are interpenetrated by the third of still a finer substance, 
called the aerial (rrental) division, vibrating at a still higher rate , in which 
thoughts are registered. 

Engendering and sustaining these three divisions is the electrical. It inter­
penetrates all divisions , causing different rates of vibration in the different 
divisions. 

The electrical division, constituted of Solar Force , animates the organism and 
nakes nan a Living Soul . 

Why does the Living Soul fail to remain in the organism and cause it to live 
forever? Because Perfect Correspondence fails to continue. What causes this 
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failure? Adverse enviroTll'Teilt and evil habits of liv­
ing. These darrage the organism and obs-ruct the life 
channels, thus hindering the free , natural flow of 
the electrical force. Then all divisions of the body 
begin to det eriorate, with complete dissolution 
( sorratic death) as the inevitable result. 

The Four Triplicities 

We have rrentioned several twelves . Now we have another set . The 12 lines 
that form the -triangles of the four sides of the Pyramid, when laid flat around 
the base, represent the twelve-fold oonsti tution of man, thus : 

1. The Fire (Electrical) Triplicity, composed of Aries, Leo and Sagittarius. 
These signs correspond to the electrical division. 

2. The Air Triplicity, oomposed of Gemini, Libra, and Aquarius. These signs 
oorrespond to the aerial or rrental division. 

3. The Water Triplicity, oomposed of Cancer, Scorpio and Pisces. These 
signs correspond to the fluidal division. 

4 . The Earth Triplicity, composed of Taurus, Virgo, and Capricorn . These 
signs correspond to the physical division. 

And so, the Lost Word was accordingly oonstituted of Four Letters, and each 
Letter symbolized its corresponding Triplicity of the Zodiac. 

The Zodiac represented (1) the Robe of Flesh worn by the Spirit during its 
terrestrial peregrinations, and the ( 2) law which determined the color, m.nnber, 
and vibration of the Solar System at the tirre of birth, according to the philosophy 
of the:.. Ancient Magi . 

The Day of Birth alone has a significance of great importance. We can change 
alnost everything about us and our W0rl<, but we cannot change the DAY OF BIRlli. 
That is unC!'langeable. 

Each day of the ronth has a special influence apart from all other numbers , 
altho not conflicting with other numbers of the same value, it rreans rrore because 
of its special significance in be±ng the D!cr OF BIRTH. 

Each day of the rronth has its oolor vibration. The wearing of one's oolor and 
a name vibrating in the birth- day nurrber are t<.No avenues easily acquired for the 
purpose of helping one's self on the path to happiness and success. 

We were born on t he 7th day of February, and, acoordi..'lg to Astrology and the 
Zodiac, we are intensely individualized, capable of standing alone; are a strenuous 
worker, and should live to a good old age , growing better with the years. Royal 
blue is the rolor vibration for us who are born on the 7th, and this color signi­
fies mental power. 
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The Zodiacal sign of Aquarius, the Water Bearer, the last 
sign of the Air Triplicity, influences us and those persons 
born between January 20 to February 19 . This is said to be an 
aerial, sanguine , masculine , fixed, human rational , speaking, 
obeying sign, the negative pole of the Air Triplicity. 

In her book published in 1894 , titled "Influence of the 
Zodiac Upon Human Life , ., Eleanor Kirk wrote: 

"Aquarius men and w01ren who are even partially aware of 
their power, can succeed in alrrost any worl< they may decide 
to do . They are not rote students , but seem without any par­
ticular effort to absorb inform3.tian from every source. 

"Aquarius is the Captain of the Host , who might hold the scepter of the world . 
Valuable l::eyond price are hope and trust . Precious beyond words is a life that has 
no broken promises. To a Great Soul everything is great. 

"0 Aquarius , if once you attain the Divine Inhalation with your mighty attuned 
will, you have only to lift your hands and the world will obey. Your greatest str­
ength lies in tri1..D1ity." 

As the Bible says the Kingdom of Q)d is within you, it is evident that man, the 
king of the earth, contains within himself all powers, systems, planets, and globes 
of the Universe, which rr.eans he is the Microcosm of the Macrocosm. 

And so the chemical elenents of the Universe are contained m the human body . 
They are eternal , changeless, and come from the Breath Of Life . 

As the air we inhale is condensed and liqu~"fied in the lungs , Crea-;:ion' s rrost 
perfect condensers, the elements contained in the air fonn the various properties 
of the body fluids.

Chapter 7 

THE COSMIC REDUCER 

The Law of the Cosmic Cycle applies 
to everything known and unknown. According 
to this law, there are dual processes by 
which created objects are reduced to their 
original elerrents, and the elerrents return 
to the Cosmic Reservoir. 

One of these processes i s so common 
and so trite t hat it receives no attention. 
The other process operates right before our 
eyes and yet is so mysterious that science 
is unable to explain it . 

The well-known process is called dis­
integration , the decaying of a pine board 

or an animal body. And in the finale , both processes produce identical results , 
the marked difference being slowly in disintegration and speedy in ignition. For 
the other process is called ignition, the burning of a pine board or an animal body. 

The Ancient Magi gave special attention to Fire , and classed it as the rrost 
primal , the rrost potent, and the rrost active of the Four Elements . 

For data to determine and describe the Cosmic Properties and Processes of the 
Universe , we must always go back to the Anci ent Heathens , because rrodern science is 
l ost in fog so dense that it can expound little in this field . 

The Greek Philosopher Anaxirrenes ( 3 80-320 B. C . ) asserted that nothing in the 
Universe is permanent in shape or form but the First Principle, which is not only 
t he cause of Matter and t-btion, but is actually Matter and Mot ion combined. Then 
he expounded the mystery in these words : 

"Air is the First Principle . It becorres Fire when exceedingly attenuated; when 
nore condensed , wind ; a still further condensation produces clouds; greater compres­
s i on changes clouds into water; further pressure produces earthly substance; and 
fianll y stone is forned as substance becorres still rrore condensed ; these successive 
changes being produced by rotion, which is constant. 11 

This ancient scientist considered the Aeriferous Substahce not only the First 
Principl e, but also as the animati ve essence , containing the Virility of all Life , 
and in constant notion, thus incessantly changing its forms in the Cosmic Cycle and 
generating new things , - -things not contained, as such , in the primiti ve horrogenous 
substance . 

In addition to the Four Elerrents, the Ancient Magi postulated a Creative 
Principle wi th dual phases. 

The Four Elerrents are the Four Biblical Beasts mentioned in Revelation (Chap . 
4:5,7) . 

. The dual phases of the Creative Principle are the Good and Evil Serpents of 
the Bible. They are symbolized by the Magic Wand, the Caduceus , as the White Ser­
pent ( Positive , Male) , and the Black Serpent (Receptive , Female) . 

The Four Elements constitute the essence of created objects, and Polarity 
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constitutes the power that unifies the el errents to form 
created objccto . 

We see that in ONE substance , the Air, are contained 
all the elenents in the Uni verne . From this One proceed 
the rryriads of objects that appear in the world. 

The Law is One , the Source is One , the Substance is 
One , and from this One proceeds variety. All very simple 
according to the phil osophy of the Ancient Magi; and it 
all goes back to Fire , the Cosmic Reducer. 

Heraclitus (535-475 B.C. ) said that all things are 
derived from Fire, and eventually return to Fire .

The modern world knows little about the real symbolism of The Magic Wand (Ancient 

Caduceus). Encyclopedias tell almost nothing that is true about it. This was the Ancient

When a Persian king was at the point of deat.h , all the Fires in the 
principal cities of t he kingdom were extinguished, and were not rekindled 
until the crowning of his successor. 

Tartars never accost foreigners who have not purified themselves by 
passing between two Fires . They are also careful to drink with their 
faces turned to the south, in horor of the elemmt of Fire . 

In Scm::! parts of Siberia , it is believed that Fire is inhabited by 
a being who dispenses good and evil . They offer him perpetual sacrifices . 
According to the kabbalists , this was the elerrent of the Salamanders. 

Fire sets ablaze the dense substance called matter--l'ffikes the dark 
rretals ntn like waters of light--conjures the black devils out of the min­
erals , and to our astonishlrent , shows them much libeled, blinding , angel­
white . 

By Fire we can alter soli ds , part them, powder them, rrelt them , drive 
them out to nore delicate and impalpable texture-firing the invisible 
rrolecul.es , or ~nderables , into clouds , into mist , into gas ; out of 
seeing, into snelling; out of snelling into nothing our senses can detect .

Read verses 50 and 51 of Chap­
ter 11 of the John Gospel . 

Then the du.rrb , deceived , deluded, mind-conditioned , brain-washed ca:ttle W'Onder 
why the Masters don't corre out in public and teach the people the mysteries of 
Creation and the secrets of Life. 

One noted author , whose l::x:x:lk was soon barred from the mail , said in that book: 
"Any organization that has the spirit and courage to display inhune.nity, savage­
ness, brutality, and an uncompromising lacl<: of humanity , will be obeyed. If you

History always repeats itself because hlUnan nature never changes. As we in­

Every rrerroer of freezrasonry should know, but rrost of them do oot, that Fire 
is symbolized by "the strong grip of the Lien's paw" that "raised" ( erergized) 
Grand Mast er Hiram Abiff (History of Freemasonry , p . l Bl). 

Fire is symlx>lized in the Zodiac by Leo. 

The synbolical "den of lions" into which it is clairred the "early Christians" 
were thrown , is pure allegory. 

As they understood Life , Evolution, Cosmic Law and Human Nature , the Ancient 
Magi knew approximately what the condition of the earth would be now . While the 
earth is constantly changing, certain factors and principles renain the same . 

The Ancient Magi knew that what nan has always oone , he will always do . He 
works his own destruction in the future just as he has done in the past . He has

I t was long inferred by scholars that 
the compiler of Genesis copied from rrore 
ancient works . This infe:rence has now 
been proven by the lalbor of the archeolo­
gist , in unearthing a valuable collection 
of 22,000 clay tablets , buried for 2 , 500 
years in the ruins of an ancient library 
at Ninevah (Gen. 10:11) . 

Anong ot'ler things , these tablets con­
tain accounts of the Creation and the flood , 
The latter tablet, far older than the Bible, 
is now in the British Museum.

FREE~SONRY 

The Roman Catholic Church claim:; that it was four.ded in the 
First Century by its mythical Christ Jesus . History shCMS that 
it was founded in the 41th Century by Constantine the Great , and 
adopted the reythical Christ Jesus as its Savior. 

Fl~emasonry alleges that its origin extends back so far that 
it is lost in the mist of tiJre . History shc:Ms that it c'a:rre into 
existence during the closing days of the Dark Ages . 

The word Freemason was, until rrore recently, divided into 
two words , Free Mason, sorretines with and sorretirres without a 
hyphen. And in all the old books and manuscripts it appears us 
Free Mason or Free-Mason. 

Now for a secret unknown to the world about this Order . In 
the older b<X>ks it appears that the words Free Mason carre from the 
Egyptian words Phree Mas sen. These words referred to the Ancient 
t-agi who went undergrowd to save thernsel ves from being slaughter­
ed by the Roman State Church, and to save their ancient Philoso­
phy dealing with the Jl!IStery of Creation . 

The first words spoken by the biblical God as to the process 
of Creation were : "LET 1HERE BE LI GIT" ( Gen . 1 : 3) • 

The evidence indicates that these words were taken from the scrolls of the 
Ancient Magi who went underground. The evidence further signifiec that the under­
ground Phree Massens carre up as Free Masons looking for LIGHT. They adopted this 
phrase as their leading point ; and every mercber of the Order is looking for t-ORE 
LiffiT , for which reason they were called the SONS OF LIGfiT . 

And from the scrolls of the underground F'hr'ee Massen the compilers of the 
Bible copied this statement : 

"And I saw heaven opened, and beheld a white horse; and he that sat upon him 
was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war (on 
evil) . His eyes were as a flarre of fire, and on his head were many (three) crowns 
(of initiation); and he had a narre written, that no man knew, but he himself. And 
he was clothed wi th a vesture dipped in blood (red color); and his narre is called 
WE SON OF LIGHT" (Rev. 19:11-13). 

That biblical passage refers to the Neophyte who had gone thru the cererrony of 
Initiation and been accepted as a rreroer of the Order. He had been adorned with 
three ~s , indicating that he was a Master Mason , and was clad in a red robe to 
indicate that he had become a SON OF LIGHT. 

The LIGHT for which the wise men seek is not the Light of the rising Sun, nor 
that Light which is to be found on land and sea. It is the Li~t within man him­
self, the Light of Knowledge that informs the Kingdom of God w~ thin. 

For centuries there has been a controversy as to which existed first, the 
Masonic Order as we know it today, or the Rosicrucian Organization . Just as the 
latter was the evolution of the various Occult Initiatory Orders combining in 1614, 
so was the Masonic Order the outgrowth of the Ritualistic Orders of the past, com­
bining with the trade guilds in 1717 . 
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nameless 

In Europe, the Rosicrucian Fraternity was Occult-Masonry, and so continues 
because the ritualistic incepti on is Masonic, and this is followed by the esoteric 
teaching and practice . 

In the Templars, that which is now Masonic but was fornel'ly Osirian arrl Occult, 
was rrore highly developed than in any other organization that has ever existed be­
fore or since. Their ritual was sublirre ; they had found the Light ; and they prac­
ticed according to their Wisdom. 

Neither Templarism, Rosicrucianism nor Masonlsm arose full-fledged frcm birth . 
All of these were of gradual growth, and were based on the teachings ard practices 
of other Orders that existed before them. 

The teachings regarding LIGIT , the oldest and most spiritualistic teaching 
known, was taught in Atlantis, Egypt, Greece , and every land where man had attained 
to Illumination and Soul Consciousness.

''I appea:red tmto Abraham, unto Isaac , and unto Jacob, by the narre of Q:>d Al­
mighty, but by rey narr.e JEHOVAH was I not known to them" (Exo. 6: 3) . 

1\ profound reystery of the Ancient Magi now comes before us for consideration, 
and to clarify and expound it will require considerable discussion . 

We find that, of all the significant wo~s of Freemasonry, Jehovah is by far 
the rrost :irrportant. Reghellini very properly calls it "The basis of the dogma and 
mystery of Freemasonry." 

In Hebrew it consists of four letters , J H V H, and hence is called the TETRA­
GRAMMATON, or four-lettered-nane . And because it was forbidden to a Jew, as it was 
to a Mason, to pronounce it, it was also called the Ineffable or Unpronounceable 
Narr.e . 

For its biblical history, we must refer to the 6th Chapter of Exodus. 

When M:>ses, discouraged, returned from his first visit to Pharoah, and com­
plained to the ·Lord that the only result of his mission had been to incense the 
Egyptian King, and to excite him to the exaction of great er burdens from the op­
pressed Israelites . 

GJd encouraged the Patriarch by the promise of the great wonders which he 
would perform in behalf of his people , and confirmed the promise by imparting to 
him that sublirre narre by which he had hitherto hot been :known. 

The Bible says : "And ~ spake unto t-bses , and said unto him, I am Jehovah; 
and I appea:red unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and· unto Jacob, by the narre of GJd Almighty 
(El Shaddai), but by the name JEHOVAH was I not known unto them" (Ex. 6:2 ,3) . 

This story is another biblical allegory . There is no historical record of the 
"captivity" of the I sraelites in Egypt. Thus begins the pviestly glorification of 
a purely mythical protector. It was included her e by postexilic priests and for 
their own special purpose . There is none of it in the earlier writings nor do we 
find it chronologically until we cone to the darl<ness "that fell on Jacob ' s sons 
in the last days , historically about 400 B.C. By that time the Jews , as now , were 
wholly ignorant of their own scriptures ,. and so took literally what their forebears 
reant only symbolically . 

Thus does history support our assertions--just as we recede from the anci ents , 
so we recede from the facts . 

The biblical CO!IllOSer translated as God Almighty the term "El Shaddai" that 
appeared in the ancient scroll . 
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El Shaddai rreans "terrible power , 11 "that which 
treats with violence, 11 etc . Nor were the Jews the 
fin>t or only ones thus to define <?od. Ages before 
them the Hindus called their God Jaggernath-­
"ruthless power"--later corrupted by religious fan­
atics to Juggernaut . 

The later Jews were less consistent . They cor­
ru:>ted it to love, and thereby robbed us of the key 
to- the cosmic riddle. 

Here we have illustrated the corruption and mis­
:interpretation of the Planetary Night. A plural 
der>ivative of Shaddai is Shaidim, and it neans 
Devils . All of this , of course, but cosrrology per­
sonified, gods as well as devils being but the man­
nade personae in the cosmic drama of creation. 

The first thing that attracts our atte-'1tion 
:in the investigation of the narre JEHOVAH is the 
ancient regulation , still existing, by which it was 
made unlawful to pronounce it . 

Perhaps this prohibition originally arose from a concept to conceal the rrean­
ing from the surrounding nations , so that they might not desecrate it by applying 
it to their gods . Whatever may have been the reason, the rule was imperative am­
ong the Jews . 

The Talmud, in one of its treatises , the 11Sanhedr>im, 11 which treats of the 
question, Who of the Is:reelites stall have future life and who shall not? said: 

"Even he who thinks the narre of God with its true letters forfeits his future 
life. 11 

Abraham Ben David Halevi, when discussing the narres of ~, said: "But the 
narre of God we are not allowed to pronounce • In its original rr.eaning it is confer­
red upon no other being, and therefore we abstain from giving any explanation of it. 11 

We learn from Jerorre, Origen, and Eusebius that in their tilre the Jews wrote 
the narre in their copies of t.~e Bible in Samaritan :instead of Hebrew letters, :in 
order to veil it from the inspection of the J::rofane. 

Capellus said that the rule v1hich the holy narre was not to be pronounced de­
rived from a tradition, based on a passage in Leviticus (24:16), which says that 
he who blaspherreth the narre of Jehovah shall be put to death; and he translated 
that passage , ':whosoever shall pronounce the nane of Jehovah shall suffer death, 11 

because the word nokeb, here translated "to blaspheJre , 11 rreans also "to pronounce 
distinctly, to call by narre . " 

And fuses said unto God , Behold, when I COJre unto the children of Israel, and 
shall say unto them, "The God of your fathers hath sent :ne unto you, and they shill 
say to rre , vJhat is his narre? what shall I say unto them? 

And God said unto Moses , I Al1 THAT I AM ; and he said, Thus shalt thou say unto 
the children of Israel , I AM hath sent :ne unto you (Ex . 3), 

This confusion of I AM with I AM 'mAT I AM well illustrates the fact that the 
Jews did not create their own mythology, nor did they fully understand it. 
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The creators of these ancient myths were the other 
and older races, and from these the Jews pi cked up 
sc3.ttered fragrrent s and made for themsel ves a JeHish 
CO'NlTDlogy . 

Thus they did not know that I PM THAT I AM was not 
applicable to the God of Sinai and the burning bush. 

I AM is the indicative rood, present tense of the 
verb "to be , 11 and since the planetary entity is a being, 
the term could well apply to it ; but the rest of the 
sentence cannot . 

I AM THAT I Al"1 is rrore applicable to the motionless 
Absolute man to the active Creator , that sarre distinction as between .Abram and 
Melchizedek . As the Absolute dces not act, i t has no predicate , and as it creates 
nothing, it has no narre in apJ:<>si tion save its own . And this i s what I AM THAT I 
AM rr.eans- -Be-ness , not Being. It is, and that i s all that can be s aid about it. 

The Vulgat e translates tr.e words 11Ego sum qui sum'' t hus: I AM WHO I At1. This 
is that mysterious "unknown God" to whom the Greeks erected an altar--and Paul ex­
pl oited (Acts 17:23) . 

In fact, every ancient race had its equivalent . All the t emples of Egypt had 
carved on their walls the words NUK PU NUK (I AM THAT I Ai'1) • The Hindus had their 
TAT 'IWAM AS! (I AM THAT) , and the Persians their AHMI YAT AHMI . 

Noo as soon as Being exists , I AM THAT I AM becarre I AM THAT WILL BE . And 
that is the JIEaning of the word Yahveh. This is made up of four Hebret-7 letters: 
Yod , He, Vah, He, or Y H V H. As the Y and I are identical , these four are the 
sa.rre as those of the Tetragrarrrnaton . They all mean "Being , 11 and their transposi­
tions, nchange . 11 

The priestly scribe, aware of this changing process, presents i t in another 
way; he had Yahveh change his narre . 

Josephus, in wirting upon this subject, used the following expression : ''VJhere­
upon God declared to Moses His holy narre, which had never been discovered by men 
before ; oonceming which it is not lawful for m: to say any more. 11 

In obedience to this law, whenever the word Jehovah occurs to a Jew in read­
ing , he abstains from pronouncing it, and in its place substitutes the word Adoni. 

This sane reverential reticence has been preserved by our translators in the 
authorized version , who, wherever Jehovah occurs, have , with a few exceptions, 
translat ed it by the word 11Lord. 11 

Mairronides (1135-1204), a Jewish philosopher said that the knowledge of the 
word was confined to the hachamin or wise men, who corrrrnunicated its true pronun­
ciation and the mysteries oonnected with it only on the Sabbath day , to such of 
their discipl es as were found worthy. But how it was to be sounded, or wi th what 
vowel sounds its four letters, J H V H, were to be spoken, was utterly unknown to 
t he people . 

Once a year, narrely, on the day of atonement, the holy narre was pronounced 
with the sound of its let ters and wi th t he utmost veneration by the high pri est 
in the Sanctuary . The last priest who pronounced it, said Rabbi Bechai, was Simeon 
the Just , and his successors used in blessing only the twelve- lettered name . 
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After the destruction of the city and Templ e 
by Vespasian, the pronunciation of it ceased, for 
:.. t was not lawful to pronounce it d!lywhere ex­
cept in the Temple at Jerusalem. And thus the 
true and genuine pronunciation of the naJre was 
entirely lost to the Jewish people, and tecarre 
known as the Lost Word . 

/Wtu UFTliP Milt£ EYES.. .. Nor is it now Known how it Was originally 
MY HELP COMETH FROM THE "OIIa • pronounced. The Greeks called it J aD ; the Romans , 

J ova ; the Samari tans always pronounced it J ahve . 
We shall see ir. due tine how it was pror.ounced and what it really rreant , and that 
will be a big surprise for the reader. 

The Hebrew alphabet consists entirely of consonants. The vowel sounds were 
originally supplied by the reader while reading, he being previ ously made acquainted 
with the correct pronunciation of each word . 

Every Hebrew knew from practice the vowel sounds with which the consonants were 
pronounced in the different woros , in the sa~re way that every English reader knows 
the different sounds of A in hat , hate, far, was , and that knt was pronounced Knight . 

The words "God save the republic" written in the Hebrew rrethod, would appear 
thus: "Gd sv th rpblc . " 

Now this incorranunicable naJre of God consists of four letters, Yod, He , Vau, 
and He, equivalent in English to the combination JHVH . 

It is evident that these four letters cannot be pronounced in our language 
unless , at best , two vowels be supplied. . . . Neither can they be in Hebrew. In 
o'thP.r words, the vowels were known to the Jew, because he heard the words contin­
ually pronounced , just as we know that Mr. stands for Mister, because we continually 
heel' this comb:J1ation so pronounced. 

But the ncure of God, of which these four letters are the synbols , was never 
pronounced, another woro, Adonai, being substituted for it . And hence , as the 
letters themselves have no vowel pa.ver, the J ew , not knowing the implied vowels, 
was unable to supply them, and thus the pronouncerrent of the woro was in ti.Jre 
entirely lost. 

Hence , sore of the most learned of the Jewish writers even doubt whether Je­
hovah is the true pronunciation , and assert that the recovery of the narre i s one of 
the mysteries that will be revealed only at the coming of the Messiah . 

They attribute the loss of the trua pronunciation to the fact that the ~oretic 
or vowel points be~onging to another word were appli ed to the sacred name, due to 
which a confusion occurred in t irre as to its vocalization. 

In the Ineffable degrees of the Scottish Rite of Freemasonry , there is a tra­
dition that the pronunciation varied arrong the patri archs in different ages . ~thu­
selan, Larrech , and Noah, of the Bible , pronounced it J uha . Shem, Arphaxad , Selah , 
Heber, and Peleg pronounced it Jeva. Reu, Serug, Nahor , Terah , Abraham , I saac, 
and Jt.rlah , called it Jova. By Hezrom and Ram it was pronounced Jevo . By Aminadab 
and Nasshon, Jevah . By Solorron, Boaz, and Obed, Johe. And by Jesse and David , 
Jehovah. 

And they implied that none of these was the right pronunciation , which was only 
known to Enoch, Jacob, and fuses , whose narres are , therefore , not rrentioned in the list. 
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In all these various words it must be noticed that the J is to be pronounced 
as Y, the A as in Father:', and t he E as A in Fate. Thus, Je-ho-vah would be pro­
nounced Yay-ho-vah . 

The Jews be lieve d that thi3 Holy Narre, which they held in the highest vener­
ation, was possessed of unbounded pooers. ''He who pronounced it," said t hey, 11 shakes 
heaven and earth, and inspires the very angels with astonishrrent and t e rror. There 
is a sovereign in this name; it governs the world by its power. The other narres and 
sumarres of the Deity are ranged about it like officers and soldiers about their 
sovereigns and generals; from this king-nane they receive their orders, and t hey 
obey.'· 

It was called the Shem Harrphorash, the declaratory or explanatory IBJre, be­
cause it alone, of all the Divine Narres, distinctly explains or definitely declares 
what is the true narre of t he Deity. 

Arrong the Essenes , this s acred name, \olhich was never sroken aloud, but always 
in a whisper, was one of the mysteries of their initiation, which the candidates 
were bound by solemn oath never to divulge . Similar practice is pursued by the 
Masonic oroer down to this day relat ive to certain words and narres. All sorts of 
Mysteries are ~invented to draw and hold the Mind of the masses. 

It i s reported to have been, under a rrodified form, a password in the Egypt­
ian Mysteries ; and none , said Schiller, dared to enter the Temple of Serapis who 
did not bear on his breast or forehead the narre Jao or Je-ha-ho; a narre alrrost 
equivalent in sound to that of Jehovah, and probably of identical import . And no 
nane was uttered in Egypt with rrore reverence. 

The Rabbis asserted that it was engraved on the rod of Moses, and enabled him 
to perform all his miracles. The Talmud says that it was by the utterance of this 
Ineffable NaJre, and not by a club, that he slew the Egyptian. But it: fails to 
state how he got at that tirre his knowledge of it. 

That book of the Jews of "the Middle Ages, called the Toldoth Jeshu, attributed 
all the wonderful works of the mythical Christ Jesus to the potency of this incom­
municable narre, which he is said to have abstracted from the Terrq:>le, and worn about 
him. 

From another source we take the information that this distinctive and unique 
narre of Q:>d in the Bible, Jehovah, cane under a religious taboo over 2000 years ago. 

After. the last book of the sacred Hebrew Scriptures was written, the Jews or 
Israelites fell into the superstitious fear that it was wrong to pronou1ce God' s 
personal narre , that it might be a sin to do so. 

Owing to this belief, sorre Bible translations , even rrodern ones , have replaced 
the narre Jehovah in their translations by substitute terms , such as Lord or God. 
But , in view of the fact that the narre Jehovah , represented by the four Hebrew let­
ters, or t etragra.rrmaton, occurs in the Hebrew text of t he Bible alrrost 7 ,000 tines , 
and in view of the way its iJUIX>rtance is highlighted by God's declaration, repeate d 
sorre sixty tirres in the book of Ez.ekiel alone, that 11They shall know that I am 
Jehovah, 11 can such substitution of Gods nane be warranted, justified? 

How unusual that rren today, even religious translators of the Bible, should 
hesitate or even show aversion to employing the sacred nane of God . The strange­
ness of the situation is pointed up by archaeblogical findings , showing that, in 
Bible tirres, even pagan rulers knew and used the narre Jehovah when referring to 
the God of the Is~elites. 
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Thus , on the fuabite Stone, King Mesha of Moab boasts of his military exploits 
against Israel and, arrong other things , states : ·'Cherrosh (the national deity of 
M::>ab) said to rre: 1 Go, take Uebo from Israel. ' So I went by night and fought 
against it, from the break of dawn until noon, taking it and I slew all. ... And 
I took from there the vessels of Jehovah , dragging them before Chernosh . '' 

Yet , when you read in the Bible the account of King t"!esha 1 s revolt as recorded 
in 2 Kings 3:4-27, if you are using translations such as the King Jarres, Revised 
Standard, or the Catholic Douay, you may not see the nane Jehovah, even tho the 
narre, represented by the tetragranma.ton, occUl"S ten tines in the Hebrew text (in 
verses 10-18). 

Strange , indeed, that a pagan rronarch, over 2800 years ago , used the r.~ of 
God, while sane today that profess to be his people, seek to hide it . 

That the taboo against the use of God;s personal narr:e, Jehovah, had still not 
c:orre into effect as late as the sixth century before our CoJTIJTX)n Era, is apparent 
from the writings on what are known as the Lachish Letters . These Letters are act­
ually in the form of shards or poi:sherds, broken pieces of pottery known as ostrac:o . 

Twenty-one of them were fotmd in the ruins of Lachish, a fortified city that 
figures prominently in Israel's history from the days of Joshua to the days of 
Jeremiah. They give evidence of relating to the time of the desolation of Judah 
in 607 B.C.E.--Josh. 10:3 ; Jer. 34:7. 

These Letters appear to have been written by an officer of a Judean outpost 
to his superior, narred Yaosh, at Lachish , and they clearly reflect a tine of at­
tack and stress . 

While it is of interest to see that the letters contain narres corresponding 
to those of several persons who are specifically rrentioned in the Bilile record as 
living at the tine of the Babylonian mnquest of Judah, it is rrost noteworthy to 
find that , of the eight legibl e shards, seven of them begin their rressage with a 
salutation such as "May Jehovah cause 1T\Y lord to see this season in good health." 

All together, the tetregramna.ton appears eleven tilres in these seven rressages , 
clearly indicating that the name Jehovah enjoyed everyday common usage at that 
tirre. 

But why is it that,: even tho some Bible versions use the narre Jehovah in the 
Hebrew Scriptures or Old Testarrent part of the Bible , this nane of God disappears 
as soon as the reader reaches the Gospel accx:>rding to Matthew, and reappears only 
at Revelation, Chapter 19 in the expression ''Hallelujah" (Hebrew "for Praise Jehovah) 
found at verses 1, 3 , 4 and 6? 

For long it was held that the writers or translators of the first Greek trans­
lation of the Hebrew Scriptures , known as the Septuagint Version, honored the taboo 
against using the narre of Jehovah, and that therefore, the narre was not used by 
Jesus and his apostles, for the narre of Jehovah does not appear in the noted Greek 
manuscripts of the fourth and fifth centuries . This argurrent, however , is now no 
longer valid. Why not? 

In Egypt, where the Septuagint translation was made , papyrus fragrrents were 
found of a ropy of that translation's rendering of the second half of Deuteronomy. 

These fra.grrents, listed as Inventory Number 226 of the Found Papyri and now in 
possession of the Societe Royale de Papyrologic due Caire , are considered to date 
from the first or second century before the Comrron Era, or only a century or two 
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from the tire of the start of the \o.'Ork of translating and thus producing the Sep­
tuagint. 

When the fragrrents were examined, it was found that the tetragrammaton was 
used in every case where God'.s na.rre appeared in that form in the corresponding He­
brew text, or a total of twelve tirres . 

This is conclusive evidence that the original Septuaging translation did not 
use the nama Jehovah, and that only in later copies did that name coma to be re­
placed by the Greek words for Lord and God. 

Certainly Christ Jesus used the name, for he plainly stated, in his prayer to 
Jehovah G::>d recorded at John 17:26: "I have made your name knovm to them and will 
make it known. 11 

It would be tedious and unprofitable to relate nore of all the superstitious 
myths that have been invented about this Ineffable Name. Those we have noticed 
are nothing rrore than nry'ths of that character, concocted to deceive and draw the 
Mind of the gullible masses . 

And now as to the grammatical significance of this important word. Gesenius 
thinks , and many rrodern scholars agree with him, that the word is the future form 
of the Hiphil conjugation of the verb ''to be," pronounced Yavah, and therefore that 
it denotes "He that made to exist , called into existence," that is, the Creator. 

The rrore generally accepted definition of the name is, that it expresses the 
eternal and changeless existence of God in respect to he past , the present , and the 
future. 

It has been a controverted point whether this name was JPade known for the first 
tirre to fuses, or whether the patriarchs had been acquainted with it . 

The generally recognized opinion now is , and the records of Genesis and Exodus 
sustain it, that the name was known to the patriarchs, but not in its essential 
~reaning, :into which Moses was the first to be initiated. 

Aben Ezra said, "Certainly the name was already known to the patriarchs, but 
only as an uncomprehended and un~reaning noun, not as a descriptive, appellative one, 
indicative of the attributes and qualities of the Deity." 

I sidor Kalisch (1816-1886) Jewish Divine , asserted: "tbses, in being initia­
ted into the holy and comprehensive narre of the Deity, obtained a superiority over 
the patriarchs, who, although perhaps from the beginning rrore believing than the 
long-waverin~ Moses, lived rrore in the sphere of innocent, childlike obedience than 
of manly, spll'itual enlightenmant." 

This too is the Masonic doctrine. In Freemasonry the Holy Name is the repre­
sentati ve of the Lost Word, which is itself the syrrbol of the nature of God . To 
know the U::st Word is to know the true nature and essence of the Grand Archi te ct:. 
And that mystery will be unfolded in this work before the mind of the reader. 

When the pronunciation of the Holy Name was first interdicted to the people is 
not definitely known. Leusden said it was a rabbinical prohibition, and was prob­
ably made at the second temple . 

The statement of the Rabbi Bechai, already cited, that the word was pronounced 
for the last tirre by SirrEon , before the spoliation by the Roman Errperor Vespasian, 
would seem to indicate that it was known at the second Te.rnple , altho its utterance 
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was forbidden, which would coincide with the Masonic tradition that it was discov­
ered while tr_e foundations of the second Temple were being laid . 

But the general opinion is, that the prohibition comr.enced in the time of t1oses , 
the rabbinical writers tracing it to the law of Leviticus, already cited. This 
also is the theory of Masonry, which preserves a tradition that the prohibition 
would have been rerroved at the first Temple , had not a well-known occurrence pre­
vented it . 

The Jews had four symbols by which they expressed the Ineffable Name of God: 
the first and rrost oomrron was two Yods , with a Sheva , and the IX>int karretz under­
neath. The serond was three IX>ints in a radiated form like a diadeJTI, to represent, 
in all probability, the sovereignth of God. The third was a Yod within an equi­
lateral traingle, which the Kabbalists explained as a ray of light, whose luster 
was too transcendent to be conterrplated-by human eyes . And the fourth was the ini­
tial letter of Shaddai, "the Almighty," and was the symbol usually placed upon 
their phylacteries. I3uxtorf rrentioned a fifth method which was by three Yods , 
with a Karretz underneath, enclosed i.11. a circle. 

In Freemasonry the equilateral traingle, called the delta, with or without a 
Yod in the center, the Yod alone, the letter G, are rerognized symbols of the sac ­
red and Ineffable Name. 

The history of the introduction of this Lost Word into the ritualism of Free­
masonry would be highly interesting, were it not so obscure. Being in almost all 
respects an esoteric symbol, nearly all that we know of its Masonic relations is 
derived from tradition; and as to written records on the subject, ~~~~e are rompelled, 
in general, to depend on rrere intimations and illusions, which are not always dis­
tinct in their rreaning . 

In Masonry, as in the Hebrew reystcrics, it was under the different appellations 
of the Word, the True Word, or the Lost Word , the symbol of the knowledge of Divine 
Truth, or the true nature of l?od. It appears that the principal design wcs ron­
fusion . 

That this narre , in its reysterious cr,e, was not unknown to the Medieval Free­
rrasons there can be no doubt . Many of their archi teet ural emblems sha.v that they 
possessed this knowledge. And history indicates that this knowledge extended way 
back for ages before the birth of Freemasonry. 

No one can read the Defense of Masonry , written in 1730, without being convin­
ced that the author of the work, probably Martin Clare, was well acquainted with 
this Ineffable Nane; but he was careful to make no very distinct reference to it, 
except in one instance. He said: 

"The occasion of the Bre-thren searching so diligently for their Master was , 
it seems, to receive from him the Secret Word of Masonry, which should be delivered 
down to their fraternity in after ages" (Constitutions, 173 8 , p . 2 2 5) . 

It is now conceded, from indisputable evidence, that 
the Holy Nane was , in the earlier years, and , indeed, 
up to the middle of the last century, attached to the 
Third Degree of Masonry, and then called the Master's 
Word. 

On sorre early tracing boards of the Third Degree, 
anong the emblems displayed is a coffin, on which is 
inscribed, in capital letters , the word JEHOVAH. 
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Hutchinson, who wrote in 1774 , made no reference whatever t o the Royal Arch, 
altho that system had, by that ti.Jre, been partially established in England. But 
in his lectures to Master Masons and on the third degree, he referred to 11The Mys­
tic Word, the Tetragrarrmaton . 11 

Oliver stated distinctly that it was the Master's Word until Dunckerley took 
it out of the degree and transferred it to the Royal Arch . That it was so on the 
Continent, we have the unmistakable testim::my of G':llllem:ll.n de St. Victor, who said, 
in his Adonhiramite Masonry (p. 90), that Solom:m placed a medal on the tomb of 
Hiram, 110n \>lhich was engraved Jehovah, the old Masonic Word, and which signifies 
the Suprerre Being. 11 

So far, then, these facts appear to be established : That this Ineffable Name 
tvas known to the Operative FreeJrasons of the Middle Ages; that it was deprived from 
them by the Speculative Masons , who, in 1717 , revived the Order in Engl and; that 
they knew i t as Master Masons; and that it continued to be the Master ' s Word until 
l ate in that century, when it was rerroved by Dunckerley into the Royal Arch . 

Altho there is, perhaps, no point in the esoteric system of Masonry that is 
rrore clearly established than that the Tetragrammaton is the true Omnific Word, 
yet innovations have been admitted , by which, in sorre jurisdictions in this country, 
that Word has been changed into three others, which simply signify Divine Nanes in 
other languages, but have none of the sublime symbolism that belongs to the true 
narre of God . 

It is certain that the General Grand Chapter of the United States aeopted a 
regulation disapproving of the innovation of these expl anatory words , and restoring 
the Tetragrarnnaton. But this declaration of what might alrrost be considered a tru­
ism in Masonry, has been met with open opposition or reluctant obedience in some 
places. 

Oliver, who had the best opportunity of any man in England to know the facts, 
stated that Dunckerley established the Royal Arch for the m::xiern Grand lodge; that 
he wisely lx>rrowed many things :'rom Ramsay and Demott ; and that he bodily trans­
planted the word Jehovah from the Master' s Degree and placed it in his new system. 

Now, what was The Word of -.:he Royal Arch, as understood by Dunckerley? He 
himself answered that question. To the first edition of the Laws and Regulations 
of the Roy2.l Arch, published in 1782, there is prefixed an essay on Freemasonry, 
which is attributed to Dunckerley. In this he made the following rerrarks : 

11It must be observed that the expression The Word is not to be understood as 
a watch-word only, after the ma~er of those annexed to the several degrees of the 
Craft; but also theologically, as a term, thereby to convey to the mind some idea 
of that Grand Being who is the sole author of our existence ; and to carry along with 
it the most solemn veneration for his sacred Narre and Word, as well as t he rrost 
clear and perfect elucidation of his power and attributes that the h\..lJI'al1 mind is 
capable of receiving. And this is the light in which the Narre and Word hath always 
been considered, from the rerrotest ages, arrongst us Christians and Jews . " 

It does appear preposterous to an intelligent person who can think and reason, 
that hurrani ty should consider as that Grand Being who is the sole author of our 
existence, an anthroporrorphic God that nobody can describe and identify . Because 
Creation and Man are such I'I\YSteries , we do not solve any problem at all by attri­
buting this work to an unknown God, then push it back in a dark corner and consider 
that mystery solved and explained. 

And then, after giving the well-known history from Josephus of the IDst Word, 
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Which, to rerrove all doubt as to what it is, Duncker­
ley said it is the "Shem Hamphorash, or the Unutter­
able Narre, " and added : 

"Philo, the learned Jew, tells us not only 
that the Word was lost , but also the tirre , when, and 
the reason why. But, to make an end of these nnprci-
fi table disputes am:.mg the learned , be it rerrembered 
that they all concur with the Royal Arch Masons in 
others much nore essential ; first , that the t\ame or 
Word is expressive of Self Existence and Eternity; and, 
secondly, that it can be applicable only to that Great 
Geing who was , and is, and will be . " 

Notwithstanding this explicit and unmistak-
a~le de.c]n~ntion of the founder of the English Royal 

Arch, that the Tetragra:mrn.aton is the OJmific Word, the present system in England 
has rejected it, and substituted in its place three other wurds, the second of 
which is wholly \.111Jreaning. 

In the JIJTerican System, as revised by Thomas Y.lebb, there can be no doubt that 
the Tetragrarronaton was recognized as the Omnific Word. In the FreeTna.son' s Monitor, 
prepared by him for nonitorial instruction, he asserted, arrong the passages of 
Scriptures to be read during an exaltation , the following from Exodus, which is the 
last in order, and which anyone at all acquainted with the ritual, will at once see 
is appropriated to the tirre of the "euresis or discovery of the Word." --

11And God spake unto M:>ses , a'1d said unto him, I am the Lord, and I appeared 
nnto Abraham, and nnto Isaac, and nnto Jacob by the narre of God Almighty , but by 
the nama JlliOVi\H was I not known to them. 11 

From this it will be evident that Webb recognized the word Jehovah, a1d not the 
three other words that have since been substituted for them by sorre Grand Chapters 
in Arrerica, and which it is probable were originally used by Webb as rrerely explan­
atory or declaratory of the Divine Nature of the other and principal Word. And this 
is in accordance with one of the traditions of the degree, that they were placed 
on the substitute ark around the Real Word, as a key to explain its signification. 

To call anything else but this four-lettered name an omnific word-- an all­
creating and all-performing word--either in Masonry or in Hebrew symbolisrr., whence 
Masonry derived it, is to oppose all the doctrines of the Talmudists, the Kabbal­
ists , and the Gnostics, and to repudiate the teachings of every Hebrew scholar from 
Buxtorf to Gesenius . To fight the battle against such odds is to suffer defeat. 
It shows more boldness than discretion. 

And hence the General Grand Chapter of the United States hc..s very wisely re­
stored the word Jehovah to its proper place. It is only in the York and in the 
Anerican Rites that this error has ever existed. In every other Rite the Tetra­
grarnrraton is recognized as the True Word. 
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Chapter 10 

THE ANCIENT SPHINX 

After reading the chapter relative to Freemasonry, the Lost Word and the mys­
terious Jehovah, any reader who is perfectly sane and competent to think and rea­
son , would never suspect that t:Us marvelous vJord, which represented the Holy Name, 
the Onnific Name , the Ineffable Name , the Tetragrarnmaton, the Supreme Being, etc., 
could possibly have the slightest relationship to the very ancient image called the 
Sphinx. 

And so we have a big surprise in store for the reader by the presentation of 
reliabl e evidence to prove that the Sphinx was designed by the Ancient Magi to sym­
boli ze the very sam: secret that is concealed in the Ineffable Name. 

When we have done that, the reader will realize how the tricl<y leaders have 
always schered to keep the cattle in ignorance , darkness and slavery . At this very 
tirre millions of Roman Catholics live in ignorance, darkness and slavery because 
they are subjected to mi.nd-coneitioning and brain-washing from childhood up, and are 
afraid to harken to the advice of col!liTOn sense and reason, to the effect that ONE 
UNIVERSAL LAW governs all ot h1..ll1anity in the world of lite. 

Fear is the force that is driven into the Tflind of the "cattle" to hold them 
in line, and is used with surprising success by the twin institutions of religion 
and Jredicine . Fear of God and the hereafter and fear of disease rules the "cattle" 
and provides an easy living for an army of schemy workers in this world of fraud . 

When the people who are known to us as the ancient Egyptians , f irst occupied 
the Mediterranean portion of the Nile Valley, they found with surprise the Pyramids 
and the Sphinx buried alrrost to the top with the wind-bloY.n sand of the desert. 
The neaning and the significance of these structures were incomprehensible to them. 
As the Sphinx looked toward the East, it was called the image of Hannakuti, or the 
"Sun of tli.e Horizon . " 
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The Sphinx is indisputably one of the rost, 
if not the rrost, remarkable of the world ' s works 
of art . It belongs to another art than the art 
known to us. It appears to be a relic of another, 
a very ancient , era and culture , which was pos­
sessed of knowledge of the mysteries of Creation 
far greater than our O\om. 

There is a tradition that the Sphinx is 
a comp1ex hieroglyph, or book in stone, a:mtain­
ing the whol e totality of the Ancient Wisdom, 
and discloses its message to t>.irn who can read this 
strange cipher which is embodied in the forms , 
oorrelations and Jreasurerrents of the different 
parts of the structure. 

'This is said to be the farrous riddle of the Sphinx, which from the 11\JSt ancient 
times many wise men have tried to solve . 

The Light of Pure Thought is too bright for man 1 s eyes, especially when he 
rr.eets it for the first ti.rre, because he has not the required trental preparation. 
There is terrible power and danger in new ideas when they appear tmexpectedly. 
When a man oorres up with a new disoovery , he is much safer to hide the secret. 

The Sphinx with its riddle expressed the same ooncept. Legend said that it 
de•.;oured those who approached it and oould not solve the riddle. 

In Greek JT!Y'thology the Sphinx posed a riddle to all who passed , and killed 
those who could not answer. The riddle was : ''What has four feet, two feet and 
three feet, but one voice?" 

When Oedipus answered that it \<Jas Man, who first crawls on all fours , then 
walks on his two legs, and when old, uses a staff to help him walk, the Sphinx 
threw itself headlong down the rock . 

The story of the Sphinx's r iddle first occurred in the Greek tragedi ans. 
Milchhofer believed that the story was a m::!re invention of Greek fancy, an attempt 
to interpret the reysterious figure which Greek art had borrowed from the East . 

On the other hand, he held that the destructive nature of the Sphinx was much 
older, and he referred to insta1ces in both Egyptian and Greek art where a Sphinx is 
seen seizing and standing upon a man. And as the figure of the Sphinx appears rrore 
comrronly on tooos, sculptured either in the rotmd or in relief, Milchhofer inferred 
that the Sphinx was a symbol of death. 

Prof. J. E . Cir lot, in referring to the Sphinx, said: 

''The Sphinx keeps watch over an ultimate :rreaning which must remain forever 
beyond the understanding of man. Jung sees in it a synthesis of the 'Terrible 
t-bther, 1 a symbol which has left its mark on mythology as well . 

''The nask of the Sphinx pertains to the rother-image and also to nature-sym­
bolism; but beneath the mask lie the implications of the JT!Y'th of multiplicity or 
of the enigmatic fragrrentation of the oosrros . 

"According to esoteric tradition, the Gizeh Sphinx is a synthesis of all the 
sciences of the past . It is sham contemplating the rising Sun and seems to 



embrace both heaven and earth in its Trea.rri.ng. It is , of rourse , a symbol which 
unites , in the midst of the heterogeneity of existence, the Four Elerrents , cor­
responding to the tetrarrorphs, with the quintessence of the spirit, signified by 
the human part of the figure 11 (Dictionary of Symbols , 1962 , p: 289) . 

The Arabian Historian Abdullatif (1162-1231 A.D.), in referring to the Sphinx 
a:t Gi.zeh, -said: 

"At a little no:re than an arrow 1 s flight from the pyramids is a colossal fig­
ure of a head and neck projecting from the sand; the nature of the fi~ is 
1 Father of Terrors. 1 

"In spite of its enornous size , everything was in proportion to nature. 
In a face of such colossal size , how rould the sculptor have been able to preserve 
the exact proportions of every part, seeing that nature presented him with no rrodel 
of a simil.ar colossus, or anything at all romparable 11 

( DeSacy 1 s trans. p. 180) . 

We are here told by one who saw it with his own eyes, that as late as 12 31 
A.D. this gigantic figure of the Sphinx was still buried in the wind-blo~m sand of 
the desert clear up to its neck, just as the early Egyptians had found it thou­
sands of years before, and were at a loss to know what it represented. 

No direct reference to the Sphinx appears in the Bible, yet it was hoary with 
age before the books of the Bible were written. Such references to the Sphinx that 
it <bes contain are wild and misleading descriptions. 

Old Ezekiel, after a few dr.inks of good liquor, saw a whirlwind corre out of 
the north, a great cloud, and a fire infolding itself. . . . and out of the rr.idst 
thereof cane the likeness of four living creatures . 

Then he proceeded to give a sensational description of the Sphinx , and had it 
mixed up with the Zcxliac, the description -of which is just as sensational (Chap . 
1:4, s, 15, 21). 

Daniel saw strange things in a vision. The four winds of heaven strove upon 
the great sea (Mediterranean) , and four great beasts (Sphinx) carre up out of the 
sea. Then he gives a sensational description of the Sphinx. 

In Revelation appears another reference to the Sphinx- -four beasts appear in 
the midst of the throne, and round about the throne. The first was like a lion, 
the second like a calf, the third had a m:m 1 s face, and the fourth was like a fly­
ing eagle. (~ :6 ,7). 

Now -we ~ going to l earn why the Sphinx plays such an imp:>rtant role in the 
ancient scriptures. 

Many thousands of years ago the Lenurian Magi invented symbols to ronceal and 
represent their discoveries of the reysteries of Creation, Life and Man , using them 
as charts in the work of teaching their disciples . Their descendants left in Egypt 
a copy of one of the greatest of these symbols , in the form of the Sphinx, which 
the Egyptians found ages later, buried up to its neck in the wind-blGJn sand of the 
desert. 

Accoroing to tradition, HernEs Trismagistus carried with him from Atlantis 
the anclcent knowledge concealed in the Zodiac, and the epic of the Seven Days and 
Seven Nights of Creation. The rontext of this epic , in a distorted manner, appears 
in the first two chapters of Genesis . 



The original Seven of the Lemurian Magi represented the Seven Cosmic Orders of 
the Four Great Principles of the Universe . These consisted of Fire, Air, iva.ter -md 
Earth, and were symbolized by the Sphinx. The Head represented water, the rear 
legs and feet of a bull represented the Earth , the t:VJo wings of an eagle represented 
air, and the forelegs and claws of a lion represented Fire . 

The Sphinx of Egypt is far older than historical Egypt ; older than her gods; 
far older than the world suspects . 

When Constantine founded the Romm State Church in the 4th century, t:uTI ab­
ruptly ended Classi cal Antiquity, and his anT!Y of fanatical destroyers battered and 
broke the nose of the Sphinx at Gizeh , and would have derrolished the entire image 
had they been able to do it . 

The M:Jther Church did not want the mind-conditioned cattle to knCM the secret 
of the Four Great Principl es of the LOST WORD synbolized by the Sphinx, as that 
knowledge would destroy the !Io/Stery enveloping the Ineffable Narre of its <?od. And 
so the Church Fathers were extra careful to see that all ancient writings which 
disclosed the tl"\le interpretation of the symbolism of the Sphinx were well des­
troyed. 

The basic principles of the philosophy of the Ancient Magi were concealed in 
symbols and allegories . These cannot be correctly interpreted unless we l<now the 
esoteric neaning of their teachings . After the Church Fathers had compiled their 
Bible , they destroyed the ancient scrolls and burnt the ancient libraries to hide 
from the cattle the secret meaning of these teachings . 

To deceive the Christian World, the Church Fathers had to conceal the fact that 
they cleverly personalized ancient symbols and literalized ancient allegories. 
Their Christ Jesus is a personalization of various elements , principles and powers 
of the Uni verse, and the gospels are a literalization of the fabulous t ales and 
works of a Supernan.

Chapter ll 

I11AGE .A.ND UKENESS OF OOD 

"And QJd said, Let us Jrake rran in our i.rrage , after our likeness; and let them 
have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the 
cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon 
t he earth" (Gen . 1 : 26) . 

The scribe who wrote that staterrent knew what he rreant by what he said, and 
we shall produce biblical evidence to prove that he knew what he was asserting when 
he said that man was rre.de in the inage and likeness of QJd. However, the basic 
rreaning of that statenent has been lost for ages , and the clerics of tnis age have 
not the slightest knowledge of its rreaning. 

The science relating to living creatures ' and as to rran in particular, dis­
appeared- and vanished during the Dark Ages , and the science that has developed 
since then i s still groping in ignorance and darkness as to the nature of Life and 
the constitution of Man. 

That fact was admitted by one 6£ the truly great scientists of this century , 
Dr. Alexis Carrel, who rre.de this frank and remarkable statem:mt: 

"Those (scient ists) who investigate the phenorrena of Life are as if lost in 
an inextricable jungle, in the midst of a magic forest, whose countless trees 
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unceasingly change their place and their shape. They are crushed under a mass of 
facts, which they ~..an desc:ribe hut are incapable of defining in algebraic equations . 
• • • Man is nade up of a procession of phantoms, in the midst of which strides an 
unknowable reality. In fact, our ignorance is profound" (Man The Unknown , 1935). 

And the mind- rondi tioned, brain-washed cattle of this age are constrained to 
believe, due to propaganda, that science has solved all the mystery and problems 
regarding man, and that within a few rrore years medical science will have conquered 
11disease," and the nedics who form the organization called ~dical Science have an 
average life-span under 46 yea.Y'S. If there were any virtue at all in nedical sci­
ence, the rredics should be noted for good health and long life. But they are not. 

Having no al temati ve, we must base our narrative in this case on biblical 
testinony , for science is lost in this field and admits it. 

God said, "Let us make man in our i.nage , after our likeness." He did not say 
Let us create man. 

There is a definite difference between the words Create and Make. To Create 
rreans to bring into being from nothing. To Make means to form or fashion some­
thing of rraterials already existing. To cause Materials to exist in a different 
form. 

And so, God asserted that rran was to be nade "in our image, after our likeness 11 

from substances already in existence. This definitely indicates that man was rrade 
of the sane material of which God was nade . 

And the Bible itself solves the great I'To/Stery of God. Now we know what God is 
and where is. And the reader never read anything like that before. He had better 
think alxmt it . We have clearly eXJX)unded the great mystery of God which no one 
has been able to <b in the last two thousand years . 

The deluded theologist says that only God can grow a tree. And the unthink­
ing, mind-controlled cattle believe it. But what does the theologist mean by God? 
That sarre old question keeps coming up, and no one has a reasonable or sensible 
answer. 

The observation and experience of millions of years show that - - -
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1. Solar heat 3. Wa-:er 
2. Air 4. Soil 

produce not only trees and the vegetal kingdom, 
but the animal kingdom also. 

Without these four elell'ents , all the gods 
invented by the priests would be useless and 
helpless , and there could be made nothing that 
is and has been made . And with these Four Ele­
rrents, there is no place and no need for g•....ds . 

We are now approaching and uncovering a 
highly important and very ancient secret . The 
knowledge that we shall present , the Yother 
Church buried so deeply in the 4th, 5th, and 6th 
centuries, that its subsequent discovery and 
resurrection appeared utterly impossible . 

We are not going to present our own testi­
rrony at this point, for regardless of v.hat we 
said, the reader would consider that we were 
prejudiced w1d would naturally offer 'i10rds and 

argwrents to support our opinions and conclusions. And so we are turning to a 
great French Mystic by the nane of Alphonse Louis Constant , •J'lho lived in the 19th 
centwy , and did much writing under the pseudonym of Eliphas Levi . 

In his wonderful book titled "History of Magic , 11 published in 1853 , he des­
cribed the LOST ~RD which the Ancient Magi concealed in the Sphinx. This is what 
he wrote : 

"The symbolical tetrad, represented in the Ancient Mysteries by the :our fonns 
of the Sphimc--m:m, eagle, lion and bull--corresponded with the Four Principal 
Elerrents of the Universe--earth, water, air, and fire. 

''These four Zodiac signs , with all thE:ir analogies , explained the one secret 
WORD hidden in all the sanctuaries of the ancirnt world . . . . fureover , the Secret 
WORD was never pronounced; it was always spel t , and expressed in four words • which 
are the four Sacred Herds Yod-He-Vau-He, " usually written J H V H. 

These Four Letters , the Lost Word, concealed a deep syrilbolical secret . The 
first letter, called Yod, signified the active principle (initiative). The second, 
He , indicated the passive principle (receptive). The third , Vau, represented 
equilibrium, and forned a link or bridge t.mich united the two, the active and pas­
sive principles. This unition produced the next condition in creation , the second 
He, regarded as the progeny of the first two. 

This is the mystery of the Eternal Trinity. All mythology of the ancient re­
ligions revolved round this Trinitarian Center. The ~ther Church took it over and 
changed it to the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost . 

A study of the Ineffable Ncure, which symbolized the Four EleJrents of Creation , 
and the finding of one or rrore of these elenents in everything, constituted the 
chief goal of Kabbalistic philosophy . 

And so, the Kabbalists held that these Four Cosmic Elerrents perneate and compose 
everything in the Universe. And that is what the Church says of its God, in these 
words: 
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"By a paraoox thqt defies the reasoning faculty, but which 
is readily resolved intuitively, God is apart from, and inde­
pendent of the Universe, a11d yet he peureat:es every atom o:f i t." 

The evidence shows that ~d is just a word, a nc3J'I'e, applied 
to the four elenents , fire , air, water and earth. The Ancient 
Magi held that everything known, including man, is composed of 
these elerrents . 

And so God is neither apart from nor independent of the 
Universe , and the reader who comprehends what we have said and 
the evidence we have presented , understands that . 

The finding of these Four Elerrents in objects and phenorrena of quite differ­
ent categories, between which the rran of darl<ness sees nothing in corraron, the 
Esoteric recognize the analogy between all objects and all phenomena, and is thus 
convinced that all things are constructed and constituted of the sarre elerrents, Cic­
coroing to the sarre law. 

The concept is very clear: If the Ineffable NaJre (Four Elements) is in every­
thing, then everything is analogous to the wnole ,--the atom to the Universe, the 
rran to the Sun, and all are analogous to the Ineffable Narre. 

This fact caused the Anci ent Magi to assert, "As above, so below . 11 And the 
t-bther Church agreed and said, that G:xl Jl'ade man in his own image and likeness . 

And then to suppress and hide this secret of the Ancient Magi, the l'bther 
Ch\.Il:'Ch had the ancient scrolls destroyed and the ancient libraries burned. The 
r:eysterious rreaning of the Lost Word J H V H, had to be concealed from the cattl e 
in order to w.ake safe the way of the anthroporrorphic God of Christianity. 

The vowelization in the Bible of the Four Letters of the Lost Word J ii V H , 
was another clever disguise of the priesthood , invented to conceal from the pfofane 
and exoteric the secret of the Lost Word. 

In their primary stage , the Secret Four related to the Four Elerrents of the 
Macrocosm that fabricate all objects. In their secondary stage, they mated to 
the Four Principal Organs of the Microoosm in procreative process , ordained to per­
petuate the work of Creation. These are as follows: 

l. Pir.eal Gland, Fire, Solar Center (AniJl'ative), top center of the brain, 
designated as Yod . 

2 . Pituitary Gland, Aeriferous Center (Intelligence), lower center of the 
brain , designated as He. 

3. Prostate Gland, \.Jater of Life (Senen) , base of solar plexus, 
designated as Vau. 

4 . Q:mad Glands , Seed Center (Procreative) , at the base of the spine , 
designated as He . 

This takes us way back to the Edenic Allegory of Chapter 2 of Genesis . If the 
Water of Life , called the Golden Oil in the Bible ( Zech . 4 : 12) is not consurred in 
J'I'E.Sturbation, fornication , or procreation, if the Forbidden Fruit is not thus eaten 
(Gen. 2 : 17) , but is conserved for the benefit and improverrent of bcx:ly and brain, it 
then ascends the spinal oord as the ' 'Ni.bodhike Fire, 11 activating the Seven Great 
Ganglionic :::enters of the body, and filling the whole body with light, acoording to 
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Nerves le•ve the spine going to all parts 
of the body. 

to the Bible (Mat. 6:22) . 

Revelation, last book of the Bible, is 
devoted to this vital subject, and we have rov­
ered it in our mrk titled "AWAKEH THE WORLD 
WITHIN. 11 For this is the way to reach and enter 
the Kingdom of God within the Human Temple . 

The seat of that Kingdom is within t.he Brain, 
and the Kingdom is served by the Nibodhika Fire, 
the &>lden Oil, the Procreative Essence, when it 
is not consUJred , as we have stated . 

The peculiar effect of this electro -magnetic 
process in the body is described in the symbol 
in Rev. 6 :12-17, and in chapter::; 7 to 11. 

When the procreative essence of the body is 
rigidly conserved, there first appears in the 
Sacred Plexus a dull red haze , oily in texture 
and lurid in rolor . The higher up it ascends 
the lighter grows the color. 

Thru the spinal section of the 12 dorsal 
vertebrae there appears a golden glow from a 

thread-like line like a tiny River of Fire. These secrets of the body are rrentioned 
in the Bible as "two golden pipes (which) empty the &>lden Oil out of theJTSelves" 
(Zech. 4:12) . 

Thru these "two golden pipes 11 the stream of Nibodhika Fire flows up 2nd down 
incessantly in the body . A certai11 phase of it is called Nerve Force, and science 
thinks it's Food Energy . 

The hig)ler up the Fire flows the fainter is its hue and the purer its color, 
until finally the dual streams converge in a seething mass in the pons of the 
rredulla oblongata of the brain , the function of which is unknown to science . 

When this convergence occurs in the pons , an electro-magnetic process auto­
matically takes place in the brain which the Bible allegory telll'6 "the marriage 
of the Lamb" ( Rev. 19), and allegorically describes the conclusion of Initiation 
of the candidate in the Ancient l1ysteries , when the Neophyte was clothed with a 
vesture dipped in blood (red in color), and his narre was called the Word of God 
(Son of Light) (Rev. 19:13).

'These are refOYed to in the Bible as the Twelve Gates of the Great City, 
Jerusalem, synbolizing Man the King of the Earth , which Gat es are the narres of 
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the mythical Twelve tribes of Israel, on the east thi'ee gates , on the north three 
gates , on the south ·thrP-e gates, and on the west three gates (Gen. 49; Rev. 21:10-
13, 25) . 

All living creatures in the Univel"Se have a Comrron Ancestor, consisting of the 
Four Elemmts, Fire, Air, Water and Earth. Charles Darwin made this discovery in 
his rewarkable researches, but he was unable to go far enoug.'l1 to clarify and iden­
tify the nature of this Comrron P.ncestor. And yet that secret was taught by the 
Ancie..-1t Magi for thousands of years before Darwin ' s day.

1HE TAROT 

What is the Tarot? We shall let that great exponent of ancient mythology, 
Eliphas Levi , answer that question. He said: 

"The Tarot is a singular and rronUJl'ental work, simple and strong as the archi­
tecture of the pyramids , and, in consequence , as durable . 

"It is a book which is the sum of all the sciences and whose infinite permu­
tations are capable of solving all problems. A book which informs by making one 
think. I t is perhaps the greatest masterpiece of the human mind , and certainly 
one of the nost reiTBrkable things handed down by Antiquity." 

According to that testi.nony relative to the Tarot, we should be able to solve 
the secret of the wst Word by interpretation of the ancient symbols and allegor­
ies by use of the Tarot. 

But we encounter another obstacle here. With respect to the interpretation of 
the Tarot SYJT'bolism, one cormentator said, in reference to the mind-conditioned, 
brain-washed masses , tha:t beyond a certain limit , he who knows the myst<:..Pies of 
Creation would speak to no purpose, for he would not be understood. Then he added: 

'The revelation of the Great Magical Secret of the Ancient Magi is therefore 
happily impossible." 

Dr. F . H. Curtis said of the Tarot : 

'The Tarot is one of the .rrost ancient of (all) books . It is a collection of 
cards embodying the Secret Doctrine of the ages , alrrost every ancient nation having 
its version or variation of the synthetic exposi tion of the Ancient Wisdom. 

"The Egyptian version is called the Book of Henres; the Hebrew, the Book of 
Adam; while the version we shall interpret is the one best known in the Western 
World , the Bohemian Tarot, the Bible of the Gypsies. 
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The Wanderings of lo. 

"The Gypsie Bibl e i s composed of 
a deck of cards bearing the Ancient 
Wisdom which is expressed in symbols , 
and like all syrrrols that are true and 
basic, they reveal their rreaning only 
to those who are capable of receiving 
it. 

'lJn many respects the Tarot is the 
Key which will unlock the reythical doc­
trines and philosophies of the Ancient 
World, and is called the Arcana of the 
Clavicles of Solorron. 

•:rt is symbolized by a Key whose 
head is a ring composed of a circle 
containing the Four Cardinal Signs of 
the Zodiac, the Bull, the Lion, the 
Eagle and the Man; its trunk or body 
bearing the 22 characters , and having 
the three degrees of the triad in its 
words . It is sorretirres called 'The 
Key to things kept secret from the 
foundation of the world.' 11 

Carl 0. Hunt said that, according to tradition, the Tarot cards are the pages 
of the Book of Thoth which was saved by the Hierophants of Serapis at the tirre of 
the burning of the Alexandrian library. He added: 

' 'Even today part of the figures of the Tarot can be seen in t he ruins of the 
terrples of Thebes , capitul of Egypt in 200 B.C., and e cpecially on the ancient ceil­
ing of one of the halls of the palace of Midniet-Abou. 

"The Book of Thoth, also called Hemes Trisrregistus, is the only doCtUnent that 
contained the original teachings of the Tarot symbolism, and which was about the 
only literature saved when the priceless Egyptian library was burned to destroy the 
Ageless Wisdom of the Ancient Magi." 

The ancient Hindu Goddess Ardhanari holds in her four hands a Ring, a Cup, a 
Wand, and a Sword, these being t he exact replicas of the four suits of the Tarot, 
which symbolize the Four Element s, Fire, Air, Water and Earth. · 

The word Tarot literally means a wheel or something tl'tat rotates. The Ancient 
Magi recognized the secret of the Cosmic Cycle . In the Jarvis Letters it is stated: 

''The irrq;lortance of the pictures of the Orb which named all wheels , i s further 
shown in the fact that human language was made of this Ball, Circle , Wheel . Thus 
ORB-IT rreans 'the going of the Orb, ' and even the rut in the road nade by the 
wheel is called 'orbi ta, ' because the rut shows the route , rute , ruis or way , or 
the road of the Wheel . 

"Any sc.l"\oolboy can understand the general plan for the making of words on the 
Sun. The Rota or \.Jheel narred everything Rotary and going in rotation, and 'that 
which was attributed to the action or rreaning of the Sun, such as rolling, rating, 
rotating. " 

The five letters of the word T A R 0 T encircle the ancient Solar Cross of 
Life, fonred in Astrology by the Four Fixed Signs of the Zodiac, Aries , Cancer, 
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Libra and Capricorn, which represent the Four 
El errents , Fire, Air, Water and Earth. 

l'bving clockwise , ''T" is over Aries, head 
sign of the Zodiac; tiA" is the point of the right 
arm of the Solar Cross, Capricorn; 11R" is the 
point at the bottom of the verticle beam of the 
Cross, Libra; "0" is the point at the l eft arm 
of the Cross, Cancer; and 11T11 is repeated at 
the top of the Cross , Aries, the starting place .

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'The coTI!liDn title of Arcanum IV of the Tarot appears as 'The Emperor. 'That title 
fails to signify the proper meaning in this case . 

An Errperor governs an Empire, but he does not make it. So the ro.rmon t i t l e 
in this case is a misnorrer. For this Arcanum symbolizes , in one person, both Maker 
and Q)vernor , not of an Empire but of the Universe . 

A vi tal reason there was for this titular discrepancy. 'The earliest historical 
rrention of the Tarot in rrodern tin:es appeared in Europe in the year 1299 A .D. In 
those gloorcy days of the Dark Ages when the Mother Church ruled everything, it rreant 
death by bur.ning to publish any data relative to Creation that failed to agree liter­
ally with the Billle, as i n Lerpreted by t he Church Fathers . And so, burning to 
cinders had been the horrible fate of him who dared to title Arcanum IV The Creator 
of God. 

Fortunate were we to find the Card shown here , for it \vas never, to our know­
l~dge , included in the Greater Arcana. And it symbolically portrays perfectly the 
scope of the subject before us . 

Now the reader should get cbwn on his Jcnees, bow low his head, and prepare to 
meet, pictorially, the Almight y Creator, JEHOVAH . For it is He that appears in 
this Arcanum. 

Now read what the Bible s ays about the Lost Word: 11In the beginnipg was the 
(Lost) Word, and the (Lost) Word was with God, and the CLost) Word v.as God •••• and 
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and was made flesh" (John 1:1 ,14) . 

This great mystery is expotmded in our work titled 11The Hidden Creator," but 
we are including here rruch JTOre than appears there . 

The Bible says the ( LDst) t,.X)RD was Qx1, and we shall strip him of all mystery 
and present him for just what the Ancient Magi invented him to be. 

The (l.Dst) Word is oomposed of the Four Letters of the Ancient 't'etragram, 
J H V H, vowelized in the Bible (Ex. 6: 3), called the Ineffable Nane by the Jews, 
and forbidden were they to pronotmce it- -a reverential requi.rem:mt . 

The Ineffable Triangle of the Ancient Magi was composed of two triangles in­
crusted one upon the other, containing the Ineffable Narre in Enochian Characters, 
represented in the Eleventh of the Ineffable Series . 

Good and Evil , Light and Darkness , Life and Death, are here not wanting in 
ancient symbolism. 

In Arcanum IV, an image of G::>d, made in the likeness of Man (Gen. 1: 26} , poses 
erect in the Cosmic Circle , made by a Serpent with the tip of tail in its trouth. 

The long robe in which the figure is clad is adorned with emblems , represent­
ing Astr·al Bodies. The Circular OrnaJrerlt at the neck represents the Zodiac. 

The Stm, Crescent l'bon, Seven-p6inted Star, and Four Vases , labelled Fire , Air, 
Water, Earth, symbolize the Four Principles and Four Elenents of Creation . 

The decorated Scepter in the right hand signifies Supre.rre Authority; t1e Staff 
in left hand, crowned with triple prongs, signifies Supreme Power. The Daeger, 
sticking in the earth at the faet, signifies Law, Order, and Obedience . 

In the four comers of the picture are the Four Creatures that are syrrbolized 
by the Sphinx, m:mtioned mmy tines in the Bible , and referred to in Revelation as 
standing before the Throne (Rev. 4:6, 7) . 

At the top of the picture are strung out the Cards of the Tarot. 

All that we have presented was oontained in the cerenony of initiation in the 
Ancient Mysteries. At the conclusion, the Neophyte received a Robe adorned with 
Suns, Stars , and Planets, similar to the Robe of God sha-m in this picture . And 
he was also given a Cloak with the Zodiac errbroidered aro\.md the neck. 

The Neophyte was taught in the cererrony that his body is an Astral Vestrrent of 
the Celestial World which is worn by him during his days upon the earth . It is not 
oomposed of the food man eats as taught by rredical science , but is constituted of 
crystallized radiation as we have expounded in our work titled '%e Empyreal Sea." 

The Ancient Magi oonsidered ~tan the Microcosm of the Macrocosm, symbolized by 
their Interlaced Traingles, and signified by their axiom, "As above, so below." 

They reached up, drew the Macrocosm down to the Microcosm, and affirrred of both 
the distinctive qualities of each. They declared: As the Maker, so the Made. Man 
is the ina.ge and likeness of the Maker . 

According to the Bible, The Emperor of Abcantun IV had quite a conversation with 
the mythical t-bses , and told Moses what his secret name was. Now he will talk to 
the reader, and reveal the secret of what his narre rreans . 
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Prof. P. D. Ouspensky~ in his book titled "A New Model· of The Universe," wrote 
it this way: 

"After I had studied the f i rst three numbers (of the Tarot) it was given to rre 
to understand the great Law of Four--the Alpha and Orrega of all . 

"I saw the Emperor on a high throne of stone which was decorated with four 
rams ' heads . (Note: Ouspensky refers to the regular Arcanum IV and the the picture 
we have used here - Hotena) . 

"A golden helrret glearred on his brow. Hi s white beard fell over his purple 
mantle. In one hand he held a sphere , the symbol of his possessions, and in the 
other a sceptre in the form of the Egyptian cross- -the sign of his power over birth . 

" 'I am the Great Law, ' said the Emperor. 'I am the Name of God . The Four 
Letters of His Name are in ne, and I am in everything. I am in the Four Principle.s . 
I am in the Four Elerrents . I am in the Four Seasons. I am in the Four Quarters of 
the Earth. I am in the Four Signs of the Tarot . I am action; I am resistance; I 
am conpletion; I am result . For him who knows the ~ay to see rre, there are no mys­
teries on the earth . As the earth contains Fire, Air and Water , as the Fourth Let­
ter of the Narre contains the first three, and itself becorres the first, so my 
Sceptre contains the complete traingle and bears in itself the seed of a new traingle. '" 

From the Tarot there has been received the inspiration fer some of the most imr 
portant m r ks of Occult Wisdom published since the end of the Dark Ages . 

Leading authors of mystical books have nodelled their works on the plan of the 
Tarot . But their reatlers , kn<Ming nothing of the Tarot , never even suspect this , 
as the Tarot is generally not Jrentioned . If it were, the average layrran ~'Ould not 
know what it was. 

The revival of interest in the Ancient Tarot began about a century ago with 
the wci tings of Alphonse Louis Constant , under the pseudonym of Eliphas Levi . But 
he was a Ronan Catholic and believed the Church was born just in time to save civ­
iliza-ti on. And so the Ageless Wisdom symbolically preserved in the Tarot he refused 
to notice or else he failed to recognize . 
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
