The chro­
nological data we believe to be entirely reliable, and the statistics as 

complete as it was possible to obtain them up to the time the printer was 

ready for the copy. That there are errors in the work, we, however, 

believe, as during its passage through the press we were most sorely 
aftlicted. In publishing a work so comprehensive as this, there are dilli­

culties which make it impossible to have the data complete in every par­

ticular. We will only refer to a few of them. There are some of the 

Grand Secretaries who not only delay the printing of their Annual pro­

ceedings to a period when they are of little practical use to their contem­

poraries, but some of the proceedings are deficient in many particulars, 

especially those which do not contain a summary of the statistics, which 

obliges each of the other thirty-eight Grand Secretaries to wade through 

all the publications, at much loss of time and patience. The majority of 

Grand Secretaries, however, prepare their proceedings with a dispatch 

that is really surprising, and show a disposition to excel in all matters con­

nected with their official duties, the evidence of which is seen in the elab­

orate and complete tables which they fum ish, not only of the statistics of 

the Gran~ Bodies in their respective Sta~s, but of every other Masonic 

Jurisdiction. Another difficulty is that there is no uniform time of meet­
ing of Masonic Grand Bodies. Annual Communications are held in 

nery month of the year, and hence, if the publication of the proceedings 
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should be delayed, the statistics of the preceding year, or perhaps two years 

before, must be taken, which is often the ease. Again, the frequent 

• changing, altering, and revising of Constitutions is another difficulty. 

Stability in legislation, uniformity in the time of meeting, and the early 

publication of the Annual proceedings with full statistics, are essentially 

necessary to exhibit the condition of the Institution, sneh as we have 

attempted in this work. 
The Subordinat~ Lodges have no uniform time for holding their elec­

tions, and within the United States there arc changes of officers in every 

month of the year ; and as the Lodges in many jurisdictions held their 

elections in November and December, while this work was in course of 

publication, we were obliged, in such eases, to give the names of the 

officials who were in office. We take pleasure in acknowledging ourselves 

indebted to the Grand Secretaries and other prominent brethren for 
their prompt responses to our requests for information, sought for during 
the set~sions of their respective Grand Lodges. The deficiencies and 

errors in the present work will be readily seen by the intelligent Free­

mason, and especially the Grand Secretaries, to whom they will be a guide 
to furnish us with more full particulars, and make corrections where they are 

needed, in order that the work which we propose to publish at the close 

of the present year may be perfect and complete in all its details. We 

will be under many obligations to the brethren, if they will notify us of 

any errors that they may discover in this book, so that they may be cor­
rected in the next edition. The utility of a work such as the " WORLD's 

MASONIC REGISTER" most commend itself to the judgment of every 

Freemason.

ORIGIN OF FREEMASONRY. 

Fanx.a.IO!'RY, at this time the moat permanent and widely extended associa­
tion on the globe, had ita origin in a remote antiquity, and embraces among ita 
membership men of all classes and conditions, from the humble artisan to the 
king on the throne, and men of every variety of political opinions and of every 
abade of religion founded upon a belief and adoration of the great I A•. 
Although the origin of Freemasonry has been considered a mystery by the 
1118Dy, ita footpriuta are visible in every age and ita recorda traced through all 
tile distant past. The original basis of Freemasonry was, doabtleaa, t1 comptld 
or IOlemn t~greement entered into between ita originators to worship the one 
liriDg and true God, the Creator of all worlds, at a time when the crudest 
notiou prevailed in regard to Deity; when a multiplicity of gods were wor­
abiped, and the moat degraded observances in the name of religion were prac­
ticed. Tbie compact may, with a great degree of certainty, be traced to have 
originated with J oeeph and his brethren in Egypt. as at no other period of the 
world's history does there appear to have existed a neceaity for a mutual agree­
ment of each a nature. The beginning of Freemasonry was the administeriug 
an obligation by Joseph to his brethren, after the decease of their father Jacob, 
bindiug them to continue steadfast in their belief in the Creator of the universe 
and to deal justly with their fellow-man. The diversity of individual character 
aDd the dift"erencea in the moral status of the human family necessitated, how­
el"er, in time, additional obligations to the original compact, and also additional 
qaalificationa, and thus Freemasonry gradually developed until it matured into 
a perfect organization at the building of the Temple by Solomon. .As the chil­
dren of Israel were in constant intercourse with the Egyptiau, some fell into 
their habita and customs, and in a measure departed from the faith of their 
r&tben, and thu the moral qualifications, as an additional prerequisite to a belief 
io Deity, wu rendered essential to be admitted into the covenanted brother­
hood. Thua the developmenta of the moral elements of Freemasonry grew out 
or tile frailty of the human heart and the desire manifested for the .. flesh potll 
ol EKYPt." .Moses in early lire entered into the covenant, and while in the land 
of llidian, where he lived a life of seclusion for a period of forty years, inspired 
by Divine Wisdom, he elaborated his excellent code of laws, embracing every 
dat1 that man owes to God and to his fellow-man, and every essential to his 
happineu in this and the future liCe. 'fhe Decalogue, which forma the basis of 
tile moral law of every people, was, soon after it was promulgated, adopted u 

2 pij 
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the standard of qualifications of those who sought to be and were considered 
worthy of being received into the coYenant; and it was during the sojourn or 
the children of Israel in the wilderness that the humanizing principles were 
adopted which form the crowning glory of Freemasonry, exalting it for its ex­
pansive love and practical sympathy far above all other institutions. At the 
building of the Tabernacle, Moses arranged and classified those who were en­
gaged in its construction according to their capacities, and there originated that 
symbolic instruction which Solomon, some centuries afterward, adopted at the 
building of the Temple. It was at this period that the working tools, which form a 
peculiar characteristic of Freemasonry, with their monitorial illustrations, were 
introduced. These symbols were used for a twofold purpose: one to remind the 
children of Israel of the bondage from which they bad just been liberated, and 
the other for the purpose of imparting moral instruction. The working tools, 

'with which they bad become familiar, were thus invested with an interest which 
made their labors light and evoked thought. They were no longer the simple 
implements or labor, but stern, earnest, solemn teachers, speaking to the bean, 
and impressing upon the mind lessons of the highest import. The duties of 
life, for the proper development or the physical mao and the intellectual facul­
ties, were taught by those quiet instructors. They taught the government or 
the passions, the regulation and proper appropriation of time, the neceuary ob­
servances for the maintenance of health, sympathy for the poor and unfortunate, 
practical benevolence, charity in its most extended signification, man's duties 
to his family, his neighbor, his country, and his God. And to render their 
teachings more impressive and etrectual, they were first placed upon an AJ.ua 
consecrated to Deity; a simple altar, upon which no metallic tool bad been 
lifted, about which nothing otrensive or defensive could appear, around which all 
in humble position bent the knee to one common Father, and there the solemn 
and all-important lessons were communicated by authorized teachers. The 
fundamental principles which constitute the landmarks or Freemasonry, ita 
moral teaching, its symbolic illustrations, were all eografted by Moses upon the 
organization formed of those admitted into. the covenant; and in all the course of 
time, the &gel through wbir.b the institution bas passed, DO principle or moral 
ethics has been added to the original code; it culminated in its highest perfec. 
tion under the Grand-Mastership of Moses. The Temple of Freemasonry rests 
upon solemn covenants obligatory upon all who have voluntarily assumed it. 
obligations. The original covenant of a belief in Deity, imposed by Joseph 
upon his brethren in Egypt, forms thejint requirement of Freema&onry at this 
time, and ever bas been a primary and nect'uary qualification. It is not polli­
ble to conceive of a purer, or nobler, or more stable foundation than that DJIOD 
which the Temple of Freemasonry is constructed. No other institution can 
claim an origin so exalted, so purely divine and holy. 

There are some writers who absurdly claim that Freemasonry originated with 
the Adam of Moses, the first man; others that it <>riginated with the priests of 
Egypt; some find a resemblance in the religious rites of the worship of the 
heathen deities; and others, again, ascribe its origin to a body of operative 
masons who, for their mutual protection, established signs and symbols by which 
they could recognize each other. But these pretensions are as absurd as the7 
are ridiculous. Freemasonry had no other origin than the assuming or a cov-
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euant to continue steadfast in the belief or the only one living and true God, 
the Creator of heaven and earth; and the Masonic institution could not have 
originated in any other way than as we have stated, as its requirements, symbol­
ism, teachings. and ceremonials plainly prove. 

As the children of Israel, bad been held in a state or bondage by the Egyp­
tians, they being originally freemen, freeborn, after their exodus from Egypt, 
tbe principle was adopted as a fundamental law of the covenanted brotherhood 
that no bondman, only those who were freeborn, freemen, should be received 
into the covenant; and through all the intervening ages down to the present 
time this has constituted a landmark of Jilreemruonry. 

The physical qualifications which in later times have been regarded as relat­
ing solely to the limbs and physical senses of the outward man, had a more 
utended application when they were first considered necessary as prerequisites 
to admission into the covenant. The object was to admit those only who had 
not violated the laws of their own natures, those only who had lived regularly, 
were temperate in all things, had not iodnlged vitiated or depraved appetites, 
had not impaired their physical or mental organisms, so that the sonl or spirit 
could ad with perfect freedom in the fulftllmeot or its mission, in its progress 
onward and npward, developing fully its strength and majesty through all the 
Plernal ages of its immortality. Thns the qualifications bale and sound, not 
deformed nor dismembered, perfect and upright, are not only based upon the 
soundest philosophy, but their object was the perfection of the being created in 
the image and likeness of God. 

It may reasonably be inferred that in the early ages, when onr institution 
ftrst had birth, that the time devoted for the assemblies of the brotherhood was 
wholly taken up with serious and solemn instruction, with the labors necessary 
to receive the neophyte into the covenant, with teaching the fundamental prin­
ciples or the association, its symbolism, etc., and for these reasons the gentler 
.ex were excluded, as the natural endearments of husband and wife, of brother 
aod lister, or affianced loved ones, would in a great degree attract the attention 
away from the high and holy pnrposes in which they were engaged. 

The elective franchise, which is the charter of liberty, was instituted in the 
early-organization of the covenanted brotherhood, and through all the dark ages, 
iD all despotic governments, the brethren in their mystic associations, as in all 
the 11aaooic lodges at the present time, in all countries, monarchical or other­
wile. presened and maintained the very principles of free democratic iostitu-
1iooe, aod not only was the elective franchise exercised in the voluntary choice 
of oflleers to preside, rule, and govern, but also as to the reception or those 
deairio! to be admitted into the fraternity. 

Tbe landmarks or Freemasonry, recognized as snch at the present day, were 
establiahed at the remote periods referred to, and the system, as regards ita 
priDeiplea, philosophy, and morality, embrace the whole or mao's dntijls to God, 
u Jleirhbor, hill family and himself. 

The relation which Freemasons sustain toward each other renders necessary 
that the dntiea illustrated in the points of fellowship should be the rule and 
1t.aodard to govern the fraternity in their intercourse with each other. These 
datiel bind in the closest relationship the members of the Masonic Order, and 
it1 obliptiooa unite them in the goldP.n chain of brotherhood. Within the 
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mystic sanctums brother meets brother iu fond embrace, and vows of fidelity 
are registered on the heart which neither flint nor steel can erase. 

The pulse of affection beats strong, as, band firmly grasped in band, the mys­
tery is communicated which binds in a golden chain the members or the mystic 
tie. A Mason's feet will not grow weary in a brother's cause, although the 
way be long and rough; the voice of a brother in distress, a brother's cry for 
assistance, finds a responsive echo in a Freemason's breast, and with alacrity be 
will fty to his relief, and cheerfully perform those duties which sympathy and 
humanity require. 

A Freemason's duties toward his brethren do not cease with rendering 
those services which our common humanity demands-n&)', there are others 
equally binding or the most sacred nature. In the silent hour or the night, in 
the secret chamber, in his devotions to the Merciful Father, on bended knees, 
be will always remember his brethren of the mystic tie. 

A Freemason whose life corresponds to the teachings of our ritual, who 
studiously observes all that which it ·enjoins, who practices all or its obligations, 
to such a one a brother may in confidence repose. The counsel of a brother 
who will assist us in our need, and remember us in his devotions, we may be 
assured will be divested of every selfish consideration, and to his bosom we may 
confide the trials and the difficulties incident to our struggles in this life. His 
breast will be a safe repository of all that he receives, and to him may be en­
trusted with safety such confidential communications of an honorable nature as 
we would only impart to one who felt a real interest in our welfare. 

A true brother is more than a friend. He is bound by the golden chain of 
love, and in prosperity and adversity, in all the trials of life, remains not only 
firm, but sticketb closer, and the rivets are more firmly forged in misfortune, in 
distress and danger; yea, be will fty to rescue his brother in the hour of peril 
even though his life should be endangered thereby. 

A true brother may not only be entrusted confidentially with the secret com­
muning& of our own breast, but be will defend his brother from the aspersions or 
malice, hatred or jealousy, in his absence as well as in his presence. 

These are all points which the bonds of fraternity and close relation or brother­
hood naturally and constitutionally exact. 

The design of Freemasonry is to improve, elevate, and exalt the members of 
the fraternity, so that they may adorn the temple of the living God. This life 
is but an inz~iatory probation. There is a world beyond, in which higher degrees 
are in reserve-in which higher mysteries will be unfolded-but man's duty here 
on earth is to live a life of purity in conformity to the teachings of Freemasonry, 
and then, when the gavel of the Supreme Grand Master shall call us away, 
death will have no sting, and we will advance onward in our progressive mission 
to the unseen world, knowing no fear, no danger, and we will enter the mansions 
of light in God's eternal world, and continue our labors throughout an endless 
immortality, seeking for more and more light from the exhaustless lamp of 
wisdom of God the Father. & mo(e it be. 
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·ANCIENT LAWS AND CHARGES. 

THE COMMANDMENTS. 

The Decalogue contains the original laws of Freemasonry:-

·•I Ax the Lord thy God, who have brought thee out of the land of Egypt, 
on\ or the house or'slavery. Thou shalt have no other gods before me. 

"Thou shalt not make unto thyself any graven image, or any likeness or any­
thing that is in hea,·en above, or that is on the earth beneath, or that is in the 
water under the earth. Thou shalt not bow thyself down to them, nor se"e 
them; for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity or the 
fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation or them that 
bate me ; and showing mercy unto the thousandth generation or them that 
love me, and keep my commandments. 

"Thou shalt not take the name or the Lord thy God in vain; for the Lord 
will not hold him guiltless that.taketh his name in vain. 

"Remember the Sabbath day to keep it holy. Six days shalt thou labor and 
do all thy work. Bot the seventh day is the Sabbath in hoqor of the Lord thy 
God: in it thoa shalt not do any work, neither thou, nor thy son, nor thy daugh­
ter, thy man-se"ant, nor thy maid-servant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger thatia 
within thy gates. For in six days the Lord made the heavens and the earth, the 
JOe&, and all that is in them, and rested the seventh day; therefore the Lord 
blessed the Sabbath day, and hallowed it. · 

"Honor thy father and thy mother, in order that thy days may be prolonged 
upuo the land which the Lord thy God giveth thee. 

"Thou l!lhalt not kill. 
"Thou &halt not commit adultery. 
"Thou shalt not steal. 
"Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbor. 
"Thou shalt not covet thy neighbor's boose. Thou shalt not covet thy nl'igh­

bor'a wife, nor his mao-servant, nor his maid-servant. nor his ox, nor his ass, nor 
aoytbing that is thy neighbor's."-(Rev. /. Leuer's Translation, Phr1adelphia.) 

The whole or the Decalogue is embraced in the commandments:-
MThoa shalt love the Lord thy God," and ·•Thou shalt lo,·e thy neighbor u 

tla,.rt." 

ANCIE~T RECORDS. 
Ia profaoe history early mention is made or the fraternity or Freemasons. 

In the year .u .. .aoo, history records the following:-
"St. Alban loved Masons well and cherished them much, and he made their pay 

ri1ht good, 'fiz, two shillings per week, and three pence to their cheer; whereas 
before that time, through all the land, a Mason bad but a penny a day and his 
meat., until St. Alban amended it. He also obtained or the king a charter for 
tile Freemasons for to hold a General Council, and gave it the name or Asaem-
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bly, and was thereat himself as Grand Master, and helped to make Masons, and 
gave them good charges, etc." 

In the year A.L. 4924, in the reign of Atbelstan, the craft were under the 
charge of his brother Edwin, who obtained a royal charter from the king em­
powering the craft to meet and hold an Annual Communication in the City of 
York. The ancient record reads as follows:-

"That tho' tho ancient records of the Brotherhood in England, were most of 
them destroyed or lost in tbe wars with the Danes, who b~rnt the monasteries 
where tho records were kept, yet King Athelstan, (the grandson of Alfred,) the 
first anointed king of England, who translated the Holy Bible into the Saxon 
language, when be had brought the land into Rest and Peace, built many great 
works, and encouraged many Masons from France and elsewhere, whom heap· 
pointed overseers thereof; they brought with them the Charges and Regula­
tions of the foreign Lodges, and pre,·aiied with the king to increase the wages. 

"That Prince Edwin, the king's brother, being taught Geometry and Masonry, 
for the love he had to the said craft, and to the honorable principk'S whereon it 
ia grounded, purchased a free charter of King A.thelstan, his brother, for tho 
Freemasons having among themselves a correction, or a power and freedom to 
regulate themselves, to amend what might happen amiss, and to hold a yearly 
communication in r. General Assembly. 

"'fhat accordingly Prince Edwin summoned all the Free and Accepted Ma­
sons in the realm, to meet him in a congregation at York, who came and formed 
the Grand Lodge under him as their Grand Master, A. L. 4926. 

"That they brought with them many old writings and records of the craft, 
some in Greek, some in Latin, some in French and other languages; and from 
the contents thereof, they framed the Constitutions of the English Lodges, and 
made a law for themselves, to preserve and observe the same in all time 
coming." 

In the reign or Edward III., who came to the throne A.L. 5327, the following 
ia recorded :-

"That in the glorious reign of King Edward III., ·whim Lodges were many 
and frequent, the Grand Master with his Wardens, at the bead of the Grand 
Lodge, with the consent of the Lords of the realm, then generally Freemasons, 
ordained-

" That for the future, at the making or admission of a brother, the Constitu­
tions and the Charges shall be read. 

"That Master Masons, or Masters of Work, shall be examined whether they 
be able of cunning to serve their respective Lords, as well the highest as the 
lowest, to the honor and worship of the foresaid art, and to the profit of their 
Lords; for they be their Lords that employ and pay them for their tra\·el. 

"That when the Master and Wardens preside in a lodge, the Sheriff, if need 
be, or the Mayor, or the Alderman (if a brother) where the chapter is held, 
shall be sociate to the Master, in help of him against rebels and for upholding 
the rights or the realm. 

"That Enter'd Prentices at their making shall be charged not to be thieves, 
nor thieves maintainers. That the Fellow Crafts shall travel honestly for their 
pay, and love their fellows aa tbemsel vea ; and, that all shall bo true to the 
King, to the realm, and to the Lodge. 
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"'naat if any or the fraternity should be fractious, mutinona, or disobedient to 
the Grand Master's orders, and after proper admonitions should persist in hia 
rebellion, he shall forfeit all his claim to the rights, benefits, and privil<'ges of a 
lnle and faithful brother, etc.; concluding with Amen. & mote it be." 

POEM ON THE CONSTITUTIONS OF liU.SONRY. 

Translated by J.urEs ORCHARD H.A.LLIW'KLL, EsQ., F.R.S., Hon. M.R.I.A., F .S.A., 
M.R.S.N.A., etc., (written during the fourteenth century.) 

Thia poem on the Constitutions of Freemasonry is taken from a very small 
quarto manuscript on vellum, written not later than the latter part of the four­
teenth century, preserved in the Old Royal Library at the British Museum. 
(Bib. Reg. 17 A, I. ft'. 32.) Casley,* by some strange oversight, in the only 
catalogue we at present poaEess, baa entiUed it "a poem of moral duties;" and, 
although he gi\·ea the Latin title correctly, yet the real contenta or this singular 
document were quite unknown until I pointed them out in an easay "On the 
IoUoduction of Freemasonry into England," read before the Society of Anti­
quaries, during the session of 1838-9. I believe I am right in stating that thia 
il the earliest document yet brought to light connected with the progresa of 
Freemaaonary in Great Britain. 

Hie incipiunt constitucionl!s artis gemetriee secundum Euclydem.

MASONIC REGULATIONS OF A.L. 5663. 

The following regulations, among others, were made at a General Assembly, 
held on the 27th of December 5663, at which Henry Jermyn, Earl of St. Albans, 
was elected Grand Master, who appointed Sir John Denham, Knight, his Deputy, 
and Christopher Wren and John Webb his Wardens:-

1. "That no person, of what degree soever, be made or accepted a FreemiUIOn 
unless in a regular Lodge, whereof one to be a Master or a Warden in that 
limit or division where such Lodge is kept, and another to be a Craftsman in 
the trade of Freemasonry. 

2. "That no person hereafter shall be accepted a Freemason but such as are 
or able body, honest parentage, good reputation, and an observer or the laws or 
the land. 

3. "That no person hereafter, who shall be accepted as a Freemason, shall be~ 
admitted into any Lodge or Assembly, until he has brought a certificate or the 
time and place or his acceptation from the Lodge that accepted him, unto the 
Master of that limit or division where such Lodge is kept. And the said 
Master shall enroll the same in a roll or parchment to be kept for that purpose, 
and shall give an account of all such acceptations at every General Assembly. 

4. "That every person who is now a Freemason, shall bring to the Master a 
note or the time or his acceptation, to the end the same may be enrolled in such 
priority or place as the brother deserves ; and that the whole company and fel­
lows may the better know each other. 

5. "That for the future, the said fraternity of Freemasons shall be regulated 
and governed by one Grand Master and as many Wardens as the said Society 
shall think lit to appoint at every Annual General Assembly. 

6. " That no person shall be accepted unless he be twenty-one years old, or 
more."

The Lodge or Antiquity in London has in its possession the manuscript or 
the following charges written in the reign or James the l:)econd :-

" * * * * * .And furthermore, at divers assemblies have been put and or­
dained divers crarties, by the bl'st advise of magistrates and fellows, Tunc unus 
ex &enion'bus tenet librum, et iUi ponent manum suam super la'brum. 

"Every man that is a Mason take good heed to these charges (wee pray,) that 
if any man lind himselfe guilty of any or these charges that he may amend 
himselre or principally for dread or God j you that be charged take good heed 

(40) 
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that you keepe all these charges well ; for it is a great evil for a man to for-
awear himselfe upon a book. · 

"The first charge is, That yee shall be true men to God and the holy church, 
md to nse no error or heresie by your understanding and by wise men's teach-
ing. Also, 

"Secondly, That yee shall be true liege men to the King of England, without 
treason or any falsehood, and that yee know no treason or treachery, but yee 
ehall give knowledge thereof to the King, or to his counsell; also yee shall be 
true one to another, (that is to say) every Mason of the craft that is Mason al­
lowed, yee shall doe to him as yee would be done unto yourselfe. 

"Thirdly, And yee shall kcepe truely all the counsell that ought to he kept in 
the way of Masonhood, and all the counsell of the Lodge or or the chamber. 
Also, that yee shall be no thiefe, nor thieves to your knowledge free : that yee 
shall be true to the king, lord, or master that yee serve, and truely to see and 
worke for his advantage. 

" Fourthly, Y ce shall call all Masons your fellows, or your brethren, and no 
olher names. 

"Fifthly, Yee shall not take your fellow's wire in villany, nor deflower his 
daughter or se"ant, nor put him to no disworship. 

•• Sixthly, Yee shall truelypay for your meat, or drinke wheresoever yee goe, to 
table or bord. .Also, yee shall doe no villany there, whereby the craft or science 
may be slandere4. 

"These be the charges general to every true Mason, both Masters and Fel­
lon." 

" Now will I rehearse other charges single for Masons allowed or accepted. 
" First, That no Mason take on him no lord's worke, nor any other man's, un­

less he know himselre well able to perform the worke, so that the craft have no 
slander. 

" Secondly, .Also, that no Master take worke, but that be take reasonable pay 
for itt; so that the lord may be truely served, and the master to live honestly, 
and to pay his fellows truely. .And that no master or fellow supplant others of 
their worke, (that is to say) that if be bath taken a worke, or else stand master 
of any worke, that he shall not put him out, unless he be unable of cunning to 
make an end of his worke. .And no master nor fellow shall take no apprintice 
for leaa than aeaven years. And that the apprintice be free-born, and of limbs 
whole u a man ought to be, and no bastard. .And that no master or fellow 
take no allowance to be made Mason without the assent of his fellows, at the 
leut six or seaven. 

"Thirdly, That he that be made be able in all degrees ; that is, free-hom, of 
a «<Od kindred, true, and no bondsman, and that he have his right limbs as a 
IUD ought to have. 

"Fourthly, That a muter take no apprintico without he have occupation to 
occupy two or three fellows at the least. 

"Fifthly, That no master or fellow put away any lord's worke to taske that· 
ought to be joumey-worke. 

"Sixthly, That every master give pay to his fellows and se~ts as they may 
dele"e, 100 that be be not defamed with false workeing. .And that none slander 
another bebind hit backe, to make him loose his good name. 
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"Seaveotbly, That no fellow in the house or abroad answear another ungodly 
or reproveably without a cause. 

"Eighthly, That every Master Mason doe reverence his elder; and that a 
Mason be no common plaier at the cards, dice, or hazard ; or at any other un­
lawful plaies, through the which the science and craft may be dishonoured and 
slandered. · 

"Ninthly, That no fellow goe into the town by night, except he have a fellow 
with him, who may bear him record that he was in an lionest place. 

" Tenthly, That every master and fellow shall come to the Assemblie, it itt 
be within fifty miles of him, if he have any warning. And if he have trespassed 
against the craft to abide the award of masters and fellows. 

"Eleventhly, That every Master Mason and fellow that hath trespassed against 
the craft shall stand to the correction of other masters and fellows to make him 
accord; and if they cannot accord, to go to the common law. 

"Twelfthly, That a Master or fellow make not a monld-totone, square, nor 
rule, to no Iowen, nor let no Iowen worke within their Lodge, nor without, to 
mould-stone. 

"Tbirtcenthly, That every Mason receive and cherish strange fellows when 
they come over the countrie, and set them on worke it they will worke, as the 
manner is, (that is to say) if the Mason have any mould-stone in his place, he 
shall give him a mould-stone, and sett him on worke; and it be have none, the 
Mason shall refresh him with money unto the next Lodge. 

"Fourteentbly, That every Mason shall truely serve his master for his pay. 
"Fifteentbly, That every master shall truely make an end of his worke, taake, 

or journey, whitbersoe it be. 
"These be all the chargea and covenants that ought to be read at the install­

ment of Master, or making of a Freemason or Freemasons. The Almighty 
God of Jacob, who ever have you and me in his keeping, bless us now and ever. 
Amen."

A Muon is obliged, by his tenure, to obey the moral law; and if be rightly 
understands the art, he will never be a stupid Atheist, nor an irreligious libertine. 
Bat though in ancient times Mason a were charged in every country to be of the 
religion or that country or nation, whatever it was, yet it is now thought more 
expedient only to oblige them to that religion in which all men agree, leuing 
their particular opinions to themselves; that is, to be good men and true, or 
men of honour and honesty, by whatever denominations or persuasions they may 
be diatioguisbed ; whereby Masonry becomes the centre of union, and the means 
of conciliating true friendship among persona that moat have remained at a per­
petual distance. 

II. 0P TBB CIVIL MAOIBTUTJC, BUPRBIIB .AifD BUBOBDI!f.ATB. 

A llason is a peaceable subject to the civil powers, wherever he resides or 
works, and is never to be concerned in plots and conspiracies against the peace 
and weltare of the nation, nor to behave himself undutifully to inferior magis­
trates; for as Masonry bath been always injured by war, bloodshed, and contu­
sion, 10 ancient kings and princes have been much disposed to encourage the 
Craftsmen, because or their peaceableness and loyalty, whereby they practically 
answered the cavils of their adversaries, and promoted the honour of the Fra­
ternity, who ever fiourished in times of peace. So that if a Brother should be 
a rebel against the State, be is not to be countenanced in his rebellion, however 
he may be pitied as an unhappy man ; and, if convicted of no other crime, 
though the loyal Brotherhood must and ought to disown his rebellion, and give 
DO umbrage or ground of political jealousy to the government for the time being, 
they cannot expel him from the Lodge, and his relation to it remains indefeasible. 

lll. OP Looou. 

A Lodge is a place wMre Masons assemble and work : hence that assembly 
or duly-organized society of Masons is called a Lodge, and every Brother ought 
to belong to one, and to be subject to ita By-Laws and the General Regulations. 
li ia either particular or general, and will be beat understood by attending it, 
and by the Regulations or the General or Grand Lodge hereunto annexed. In 
ucient times, no Master or Fellow could be absent from it, especially when 
wamed to appear at it, without incurring a severe censure, until it appeared to 
\he lluter and Wardens that pure necessity hindered him. 

The persona admitted members of a Lodge must be good and true men, free­
born, and or mature and discreet age, no bondmen, no women, no immoral or 
IC&Ddaloua men, but or good report. 

IV. OP MABTBas, W .ARDE!fs, FELLOws, .AlfD APPauncu • 

.AD pteferment among Masons is grounded upon real worth and personal merit 
ODly ; that 10 the Lords may be well served, the Brethren not put to shame, nor 
the lOJ&l Craft despised ; therefore no Master or Warden is chosen by seniorit7, 
but for hia merit. It is impoaaible to describe these things in writing, and every 
Brother m•t attend in his place, and learn them in a way peculiar to this Fra-

~ 
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ternity: only candidates may know, that no Master should take an Apprentice 
unless he has sufficient employment for him, and unless he be a perfect youth, 
having no maim or defect in his body, that may render him incapable of learn­
ing the art, or serving his Master's lord, and of being made a Brother, and then 
a Fellow Craft in due time, even after he has served such a term of years as the 
cUBtom of the country directs ; and that he should be descended of honest 
parents; that so, when otherwise qualified, he may arrive to the honour of being 
the Warden, and then the Master of the Lodge, the Grand Warden, and at 
length the Grand Master of all the Lodges, according to his merit. 

No Brother can be a Warden until he has passed the part of a Fellow Craft; 
nor a Master until he has acted as a Warden, nor Grand Warden until he' bas 
been Master of a Lodge, nor Grand Master unless he has been a Fellow Craft 
before his election, who is also to be nobly born, or a gentleman of the best 
fashion, or some eminent scholar, or some curious architect, or other artist, de­
scended of honest parents, and who is of singular great merit in the opinion or 
the Lodges. .And for the better, and easier, and more honourable discharge of 
his office, t~e Grand Master has a power to choose his own Deputy Grand Mas­
ter, who must be then, or must have been formerly, the Mastel' of a particular 
Lodge, and has the privilege of acting whatever the Grand Master, his principal, 
should act, unless the said principal be present, or interpose his authority by a 
letter. 

These rulers and governors, supreme and subordinate, of the ancient Lodge, 
are to be ·obeyed in their respective stations by all the Brethren, according to the 
old Charges and Regulations, with all humility, reverence, love, and alacrity. 

V. OF THE MANAOEXENT OF THE CRAFT IN WORJtiNO. 

All Masons shall work honestly on working days, that they may live credit­
ably on holy days; and the time appointed by the law of the land, or confirmed 
by custom, shall be observed. 

The most expert of the Fellow Craftsmen shall b~ chosen or appointed the 
Master, or overseer of the lord's work ; who is to be called Master by those 
that work under him. The Craftsmen are to avoid all ill language, and to call 
each other by no disobliging name, but Brother or Fellow; and to behave them­
selves courteously within and without the Lodge. 

The Master, knowing himself to be able of cunning, shall undertake the lord's 
work as reasonably as poBBible, and truly dispend his goods as if they were hia 

• own; nor to give more wages to any Brother or Apprentice than he really may 
dese"e. 

Both the Master and the Masons receiving their wages justly, shall be raithf'ul 
to the iord, and honestly finish their work, whether task or journey; nor put 
the work to task that hath been accustomed to journey. 

None shall discover envy at the prosperity of a Brother, nor supplant him, or 
put him out of his work, if be be capable to finish the same; for no man can 
finish another's work so much to the lord's profit, unless he be thoroughly 
acquainted with the designs and draughts of him that began it. 

When a Fellow Craftsman is chosen Warden of the work under the Master, 
he shall be true both to Master and Fellows, shall carefully oversee the work ill 
the Master's absence to the lord's profit; and his Brethren shall obey him. 
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AD Muons employed, shall meekly receive their wages without murmuring 
or mutiDy, and not desert the Master till the work is finished. 

A younger Brother shall be instructed in working, to prevent spoiling the 
materials for want of judgment, and for increasing and continuing of brotherly 
lon. 

All the tools used in working shall be approved by the Grand Lodge. 
No labourer shall be employed in the proper work of Masonry, nor shall Free 

Muons work with those that are not free, without an urgent necessity; nor shall 
tlaey teach labourers and unaccepted Masons, as they should teach a Brother or 
FeUow. 

VI. Or Bsa~vmua, vrz.: 

1. In the Lodge w1u1e constituted. 

You are not to hold private committees, or separate conversation, without 
leave rrOm the Master, nor to talk of anything impertinent or unseemly, nor 
iaterrupt the Master or Wardens, or any Brother speaking to the Master; nor 
behave yourself ludicrously or jestingly while the Lodge is engaged in what is 
~erioaa and solemn : nor use any unbecoming language upon any pretence what. 
110ever ; but to pay due reverence to your Master, Wardens, and Fellows, and 
put them to worship. 

If any complaint be brought, the Brother found guilty shall stand to the award 
and determination of the Lodge, who are the proper and competent judges of 
allnch controversies, (unless you carry it by appeal to the Grand Lodge,) and 
to whom they ought to be referred, unless a lord's work be hindered the mean­
while, in which case a particular reference may be made; but you must never 
so to law about what concemeth Masonry, without an absolute necessity appa­
reot to the Lodge. 

2. Behaviour after the Lodge u over, and the Brethren not gone. 

You may enjoy yourselves with innoeen t mirth, treating one another according 
to ability, but avoiding all e:xcess, or forcing any Brother to eat or drink beyond 
u iaclination, or hindering him from going when his occasions call him, or doing 

' or ~aying anything off'enaive, or that may forbid an easy and Cree conversation; 
for that would hl:tst our harmony, and defeat our laudable purposes. Therefore 
ao private pique~~ or quarrels must be brought within the door of the Lodge, far 
leu uy quarrels about religion, or nations, or state policy, we being only, as 
Jluona, of the Catholic religion above mentioned ; we are also or all nations, 
toogaea. kindreda, and languages, and are resolved against all politics, as what 
aever yet conduced to the welfare of the Lodge, nor ever will. This !]barge 
llu been alwa111 strictly enjoined and observed, bat especially ever since the 
Beroi"'IIAtion in Britain, or tho dissent and accession of these natioDB from the 
eoamanion of Bome. 

a. .BeAoWotw when Brethren meet with?ut Strangers, but not an a Lodge 
formed. 

Yoa are to llalate one another in a courteous manner, as you will be instructed, 
calling each other Brother, freely giving mutual instruction as shall be thought 
upectieat, without being overseen or overheard, and without encroaching upon 
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each other, or derogating from that respect which is due to any Brother, were 
he not a Mason; for though all Masons are as Brethren upon the same level, 
yet Masonry takes no honour from a man that he bad before; nay, rather it 
adds to his honour, especially if he has deserved well of the Brotherhood, who 
must give honour to whom it is due, and avoid ill manners. 

4. Behaviour in Pruence of Strangers not JIOIOftl. 
Yon shall be cautions in your words and carriage, that the moat penetrating 

stranger shall not be able to-discover or find out what is not proper to be iDti­
mated ; and sometimes yon shall divert a discourse, and manage it prudently for 
the honour of the worshipful Fraternity. 

5. Behaviour at Home, and in your Neighbourhood. 

You are to act as becomes a moral and wise man ; particularly, not to let yonz 
family, friends, and neighbours know the concerns of the Lodge, etc., but wisely 
to consult your own honour, and that of the ancient Brotherhood, for reasooe 
not to be mentioned here. Yon must also consult your health, by not continu­
ing together too late, or too long from home, after Lodge hours are past; and 
by avoiding of gluttony or drunkenness, that your families be not neglected or 
injured, nor you disabled from working. 

6. Behaviour towards a strange Brother. 

You are cautiously to examine him, in such a method as prudence shaU direct 
yon, that yon may not be imposed upon by an ignorant false pretender, whom 
yon are to reject with contempt and derision, and beware of giving him auy 
hints or knowledge. 

But if yon discover him to be a true and genuine Brother, you are to respect 
him accordingly; and if he is in want, you must relieve him if you can, or elee 
direct him bow he may be relieved : yon must employ him some days, or elee 
recommend him to be employed. But you are not charged to do beyond your 
ability, only to prefer a poor Brother, that is a good man and true, before aoy 
other poor people in the same circumstances. 

Finally, all these Charges yon are to observe, an_d also those that shall be 
communicated to yon in another way; cultivating brotherly love, the foundatioa 
and cape-atone, the cement and glory of this ancient Fraternity, avoiding all 
wrangling and quarrelling, all slander and backbiting, nor permittiDg othera to 
slander any honest Brother, but defending his character, and doing him all good 
offices, as far as is consistent with your honour and safety, and no farther. .And 
if any of them do yon injury, yon must apply to your own or his Lodge; and 
from thence yon may appeal to the Grand Lodge at the quarterty communica­
tion, and from thence to the annual Grand Lodge, as has been the ancient laud­
able conduct of our forefathers in every nation ; never taking a legal course but 
when the case cannot be otherwise decided, and patiently listening to the honeet 
and friendly advice of Maatt>r and Fellows, when they would prevent your going 
to law with strangers, or would excite yon to put a speedy period to all law-anita, 
that so yon may mind the affair of Masonry with the more alacrity and success; 
but with respect to Brothers or Fellows at law, the Master and Brethren should 
kindly offer their mediation, which ought to be thankfully submitted to by the 
contendiDg Brethren; and if that submission is impracticable, they muat how-
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eYV carry on their process, or law-suit, without wrath and rancor, (not in the 
common way,) saying or doing nothing which may hinder brotherly love, and 
!ood ollicea to be renewed and continued ; that all may see the benign inftuence 
ol .Muonry. as all true Masons have done from the beginning of the world, and 
will do to the end of time. Amen. So mote it be.

Author from their old Records, at the command of the Grand 
•uter, the present Duke of lllontagu. Approved by the Grand 
Lodge, and ordered to be printed in the first edition of the Book of 
Constitutions, on 2tith lllarch, 1722. 

I. CoARGz.-CoNCBBNING GoD AND RELIGION • 

.A Muon is obliged by his tenure to observe the Moral Law,as a true Noachida; 
and if he rightly UDderstands the Craft, he will never be a stupid Atheist, nor 
an irreligious libertine, nor act against conscience. 

In ancient times the Christian Masony were charged to comply with the Chris­
tian uagea of each country where they travelled or worked; but Masonry being 
found in all nations, even of divers religions. they are now only charged to ad­
here to that religion in which all men agree, (leaving each Brother to his own 
putieularopinions,) that is, to be good men and true, men of honour and honesty, 
by whatever names, religions or persuasions, they may be distinguished : for 
they all agree in the three great articles or Noah, enough to preserve the cement 
or the Lodge. Thus Masonry is the centre of their union and the happy means 
or conciliating persons that otherwise must have remained at a perpetual dis­
t&Dce. 

II. Ca.t.BGB.-Or TBB CIVIL MAGISTRATE, SuPBKXB AND SusoRDINATB. 

A. lluon is a peaceable subject, never to be concerued in plots against the 
State, nor disrespectful to inferior Magistrates. Of old, Kings, Princes, and 
8&atel eaeoaraged the Frateruity for their loyalty, who ever flourished most in 
.-e. of peace. But though a Brother is not to be countenanced in his rebellion 
apiut the State, yet if convicted of no other crime, his relation to the Lodge 
...... iDdefeaaible. 

III. CHABGII.-CONCIIRNING LoDGES. 

A. Lodp ia a place where Masons meet to work in ; hence the Assembly, or 
dal1 organised body of Masons, is called a Lodge; just as the word Church is 
upraliYe both of the Congregation and of the place of worship. Every 
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Brother should belong to some particular Lodge, and cannot be absent without 
incurring censure, if not necessarily detained. 

The men made Masons must be free-born, (or no bondmen,) or mature age 
and of good report, bale and sound, not deformed or dismembered at the time 
or their making. But no woman, no eunuch. 

When men of quality, eminence, wealth and learning apply to be made, they 
are to be respectfully accepted, atler due examination : for such otlen prove good 
lords (or founders) of work, and will not employ Cowans when trne Masons can 
be bad ; they also make the best officers of Lodges and the best Designers, to 
the honour and strength of the Lodge; nay, from among them the Fraternity 
can have a noble Grand Master. But those Brethren are equally subject to the 
Charges and Regulations, except in what more immediately concerns operative 
Masons. 

IV. CBAROE.-OF MASTERS, wARDENS, FELLOWS AND PRENTICRS. 

All preferment among Masons is grounded npou real worth and personal 
merit only, not upon seniority. No Master should take a Prentice that ia not 
the son of honest parents, a perfect youth without maim or defect in his body, 
and capable of learning the mysteries of the Art; that so the lords (or founden) 
may be well served and the Craft not despised ; and that, when of age and ex­
pert, he may become an Entered Prentice, or a Fret>mason of the lowest degree, 
and upon his due improvement.\~ a Fellow Craft and a Master Mason, capable to 
undertake a lord's work. 

The Wardens are chosen from among the Master Masons, and no Brother 
can be a Master of a Lodge till be has acted as Warden somewhere, except in 
extraordinary cases, or when a Lodge is to be formed where none such can be 
had; for then three Master ltfasons, though never Masters or Wardens of Lodges 
before, may be constituted Master and Wardens of that new Lodge. But no 
number without three Master Masons can form a Lodge; and none can be the 
Grand Master or a Grand Warden who has not acted as the Master of a parti­
.&ular Lodge. 

V. Co.LROB.-OF THE M.LNAOBlliBNT or TBB CR.LFT IN WoRKING. 

All Masons should work hard and honestly on working days, that they ma1 
live reputably on holy days ; and the working-hours appointed by law or con­
firmed by custom shall be observed. 

A Master Mason only must be the Surveyor or Master of Work, who shall 
·undertake the lord's work reasonably, shall trnly dispend his goods as if the7 
were his own, and shall not give more wages than just to any Fellow or Prentice. 

The Wardens shall be true both to Master and Fellows, taking care of all 
·things, both within and without the Lodge, especially in the Master's absence; 
and their Brethren shall obey them. 

The Master and the Masons shall faithfully finish the lord's work, whether 
task or journey; nonhall take the work at task which bath been accustomed 
to journey. 

None shall show envy at a Brother's prosperity, nor supplant him or put him 
out of his work, if capable to finish it. 

All Masons shall meekly receive their wages without murmuring or mutiny, 
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and not desert the Master till the lord's work is finished; they must avoid ill 
language, calling each other Brother or Fellow with much courtesy, both within 
and without the Lodge; they shall instruct a younger Brother to become bright 
and expert, that the lord's materials may not be spoiled. 

But Free and Accepted Masons shall not allow Cowans to work with them, 
nor shall they be employed by Cowans, without an urgent neceBSity; and even in 
that ea.ae they must not teach Cowans, but must have a separate Communication. 

No labourer shall be employed in the proper work of Freemasons. 

VI. CuARGK.-CoNCERNING MAsoN's BnAvroua. 

I. Behaviour in the Lodge before clon"ng. 

You must not hold private committees nor separate conversation without 
leave from the Master; nor talk of anything impertinent; nor interrupt the 
Kaster or Wardens, or any Brother speaking to the Ohair; nor act ludicrously 
while the Lodge is engaged in what is serious and solemn ; but you are to pay 
due reverence to the Master, Wardens and Fellows, and put them to worship. 

Every Brother found guilty of a fault shall stand to the award of the Lodge, 
unless he aJWUolS to the Grand Lodge, or unless a lord's work is retarded : for 
then a particular reference may be made. 

No private piques, no quarrels about nations, families, religions or politics 
must be brought within the door of the Lodge : for as Masons we are of the 
oldest Catholic religion above hinted, and of all nations upon the Square, Level 
and Plumb; and like our predecessors in all ages, we are resolved against polit­
ical disputes, as contrary to the peace and welfare of the Lodge. 

2. Behaviour after the Lodge is closed and the Brethren not gone. 

You may enjoy yourselves with innocent mirth, treating one another accord­
ing to ability, but avoiding all excess; not forcing any Brother to cat or drink 
beyond his own inclination, (according to the old Regulation of King .A.has­
uerua, page 24, line 1,) nor hindering him from going home when he pleases; 
for though after Lodge hours you are like other men, yet the blame or yonr ex­
cess may'be thrown upon the Fraternity, though unjustly. 

3. Behaviour at Meeting without Strangers, but not i'n a formed Lodge. 

You are to salute one another as you have been or shall be instructed, freely 
communicating hints of knowledge, but without disclosing secrets, unleaa to 
those that have given long proof of their taciturnity and honour, and without 
derogating from the respect due to any Brother, were be not a Mason : for 
though all Brothers and Fellows are upon the Level, yet Masonry divests no 
man of the honour due to him before he was made a Mason, or that shall be­
come his due afterwards; nay rather, it adds to his respect, teaching us to give 
ltotWUr to whom it is due, especially to a noble or eminent Brother, whom we 
abould distinguish from all or his rank or station and serve him readily, accord­
ing to our ability. 

4. Behaviour in presence of Strangers not Jlaaom. 
You must be cautious in your words, carriage and motions, that so the most 

penetrating stranger may not be able to discover what is not proper to be inti-
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mated; and the impertinent or insnaring questions or ignorant discourse or 
ltrangers must be prudently managed by Freemasons. 

5. Behaviour at home and in your neighborhood. 

:Masons ought to be moral men, as above charged; consequently good bus: 
bands, good parents, good sons and good neighbours, not staying too long from . 
home and avoiding all excess; yet wise men, too, for certain reasons known to 
them. 

6. Behaviour toward. a foreign Brother or Stranger. 

You are cautiously to examine biro, as prudence shall direct you, that you 
may not be imposed upon by a pretender, whom you are to reject with derision 
and beware of giving him any hints. But if you discover him to be true and 
faithful, you are to respect him as a Brother, and if in want, you are to relieve 
him if you can, or else direct him how he may be relieved ; you must employ 
him if you can, or else recommend him to be employed; but you are not charged 
to do beyond ability. 

7. Behaviour behind a Brother's back as weU as before his face. 

Free and Accepted Mat~ons have been ever charged to avoid all slandering 
and backbiting of a true and faithful Brother, or talking disrespectfully or his 
person or performances, and all malice or unjust resentment; nay, you must 
not suffer any others to reproach an honest Brother, but shall defend his char­
acter as far as is consistent with honour, safety, and prudence, though no farther. 

VII. CHA.RGE.-CONCERNINO LAW-StilTS. 

If a Brother do you injury, apply first to your own or his Lodge; and if you 
are not satisfied, you may appeal to the Grand Lodge; but you must never take 
a legal course till the cause cannot be otherwise decided : for if the affair is 
only between Masons and about Masonry, law-suits ought to be prevented by 
the good advice of prudent Brethren, who are the best referees of such differ­
ences. 

But if that reference is either impracticable or unsuccessful, and the affair 
must be brought into the courts of law or equity, yet still you must avoid all 
wrath, malice and rancour in carrying on the suit, not saying or doing anything 
that may hinder either the continuance or the renewal of brotherly love and 
friendship, which is the glory and cement of this ancient Fraternity ; that we 
may show to all the world the benign influence of Masonry, as all wise, true 
and faithful Brothers have done from the beginning of time, and will do till 
Architecture shall be dissolved in the general conflagration. Amen. So mote 
it be. 

All these Charges you are to observe, and also those that shall be communi­
cated unto you in a way that cannot be written.

DISPDSDIG WITH A SUPPEll 

I WAS present, a few years since, at a communication of one of the Lodges in 
the City of Charleston, South Carolina, (St. Andrew's, No. 10,) when an appli­
cation from the widow of a Mason for charity was read by the Worshipful 
.Muter. It was the custom then of that Lodge, as it was of many others, to 
lit down, at frequent seasoos, to a plentiful though not extravagant supper, after 
dle labors or the evening had been closed. On the present occasion, after the 
Jetter had been read, and while the members were consulting as to the amount 
of relief which the Lodge could afford to give, the Senior Warden arose in his 
place, and remarked as fullows :-

" W orahipful Sir, The supper of which the Lodge will partake at the next 
meeting will cost at least twenty-five dollars; this amount, however, I propose 
to aave to the Lodge; I therefore suggest that we abandon the idea or a supper, 
and ~the amount which it would cost be bestowed upon the widow whose 
letter lies on your pedestal."

THE RECOVERED SNUFF-BOX. 
Tal!! following anecdote is to be found in the London Freemasons' Quarterly 

Review. It is related on the authority, and almost in the words of Brother 
Blaquierre, Provincial Deputy Grand Master for Bengal, a man who, at the 
patriarchal age of ninety-three, gave the testimony of hi~ long experience to the 
e.xcellency of Freemo.sonry. 

·•A medical gentleman had realized a moderate fortune in the Brazile, and 
intending to return to England, he invested the fruits of his industry in precious 
atones, which were secured in a small box. This treasure be shipped on board 
1 vessel, secured his own passage in another, and safely reached England. But 
&las for him I scarcely had he arrived, when he received the fatal intelligence 
that the vessel, 9n board of which he had freighted his entire fortune, had been 
wrecked on the coast of Cornwall. Thus, in his declining years, the means of 
aubsistence bad vanished from him ; he had returned to his native land poorer 
than he had left it. About a twelvemonth had passed, when, one day, a stranger 
called at his humble lodgings and inquired for him; he was admitted. The 
atranger, who was closely mumed up, and appeared desirous of concealment, 
asked a few questions relating to the Brazil a, and.others as to the circumstances 
of our hero, who felt somewhat disconcerted. At length the stranger drew 
from under his cloak the identical box containing the lost treasure; his surprise 
and emotion satisfied the stranger, who, simply asking him if it was his, imme­
diately delivered it to him, and made a siGN. :All that transpired was, that the 
box came into the possession of the stranger, who, on opening it, found at the 
top a snull'-box with Masonic emblems, and a name that enabled him, after 
mncb difticulty, to discover the real owner. The stranger took a hasty leave, 
and was no more beard or. Conjecture pointed at the possibility of his being 
what is termed 'a wrecker;' but the ways of Providence are inscrutable in 
teaching the powerfulleasons of retribution. Masonry, as a moral engine, has 
elicited many mysterious instances of the power or the human heart, however 
depraved, to correct itself. But to the sequel. 'l'he snull'-box became dear to 
\be party thus restored to prosperity; and in time it was bequeathed to a gentle­
man, who, thinking that it should remain in the hands of a zealous Mo.son, pre­
tented it to Brother Blaquierre, whose successors will, no doubt, prize it as a 
sign and token of Masonic interest."

KASONIC FRIENDSHIP. 

Tas following anecdote was contributed to the Freemasons' Quarterly Review 
by the individual who was one or the actors in this scene or Masonic friendship. 
By-the-way, it may be remarked, that non Miguel has always been considered as 
the beau ideal of an anti-mason, and was not less distinguished for his perse­
cution of the order than he was for his desecration or everything else that was 
pure, or true, or noble. 

"The son or a Portuguese nobleman and myself spent some few years or our 
early youth togethl'r; the friendship of boyhood was interrupted by the changes 
consequent on our relative stations. Be returned to his family; I embarked iu 
commercial pursuits. In 1828, my engagements directed me to Lisbon, where 
our former friendship was renewed, and, if possible, with increased warmth on 
both sides. My friend was aid-de-camp to Don Miguel ; and as a mark of 
respect to my feelings, he became a Freemason, and paid very considerable 
attention to its observances and dictates. Ir not altogether inseparable, we 
were mutually bound by a tie of deep interest ; our tastes agreed in every par­
ticular; he delighted in my prospect or commercial success ; and !Uthough, as 
an Englishman, I did not approve of Don Miguel, the position of my friend led 
me to look on that policy with Jess severity than might otherwise have been the 
case. 

''My friend one day called on me, evidently in a disturbed state or mind, and 
told me that he was about to prove to me, as a Mason, how powerfnlly be rever­
enced his obligation. 'The king,' said he, ' has decreed the arrest or forty gentle­
men now on board the "Duke of York" steamer: they are liberals, and are or your 
opinions. When taken, there will be no chance of their li\"es. 'l'he order is 
now in my office, awaiting my signatnre ; I will take care not to return until 
you shall have had time to apprise them of their danger: there shall be three 
hours clear for ~;uch pnrpose, and a boat with four men is ready. One hug-it 
may be the last !' We did not speak-he left me. I hastened to fnlfi.IJ his 
command, reached the boat, and being an Englishman, my dashing throngh a 
number of armed boats was merely ascribed to some frolic. I gained the 
steamer, and, as may be expected, surprised the party by my information. 
'fhey immediately left, in boats, and rowed to the • Pyramus,' and were received 
by Captain Sartoriuus, who protected them, and thus their lives were saved."

THE ROBBER OF THE DESERT. 

TIIB London Freemasons' Review ror December, 1841, contains the rol­
lowing anecdote, which is another evidence or the inftuence or Masonic phi­
lanthropy over the heart or the barbarian. 

"It ia now some twenty years since Captain E., late a member of one of the 
English Universities Lodges, was traveling in Egypt. The Captain was accom­
panied by his servant, an active and intelligent young man ; they were attacked 
in the desert by the Arabs; the Captain made a very resolute stand, and slew 
two or the robbers. He was, with hie servant, soon overpowered, and they 
were conveyed to the robbers' retreat, when they were separated. It was de­
termined that the Captain's lire should be forfeited, and he awaited his cruel 
destiny with as much fortitude as a brave man could reeL Instead or this aw­
falaentence, he was, however, agreeably surprised in the morning by his sen­
ant's approach, with the joyful intelligence that his sentence was not only remit­
ted, bot that he was at liberty to resume his journey; and this retributive jus­
tice was accompanied by the restoration or every article or the property or 
which he boo previously been plundered. Is it to be wondered at, that hia 
gratitude to his senant ended in his taking early steps to claim a nearer associ­
ation to him as a Brother in the Crart, for by the exchange of the mysterious 
secret, the robber or the desert had kept his faith with a Brother? The senant 
and the Arab were both Masons, and through the former the master had re­
ceived the beneftts or the mystic tie."

GRAND LODQE. 

Tri Grand Lodge of Florida was organized July 5th, 5830. Its Grand 
Annual Communications are held in the City or Tallahassee, commencing on the 
eecond Monday in January. Its membership is composed or the Grand Officers, 
Put Grand Officers, Past Masters, and Masters and Warden a, and one Repre­
eentative from each subordinate Lodge, who must be a Master Mason.

There are 34 subordinate Lodges in this jurisdiction, which, according to the 
laat returns, have 1497 members, and show the following exhibit or work: lni· 
tiated,216; Rejected, 73; Expelled, 3; Suspended,3; Witbdrew, 6; and29died 
during the year. Amount of dues received, 81571. This Grand Lodge bas re­
printed its proceedings, from its organization in 1830 to 1859 inclusiv~. The 
foUowing is a constitutional provision of this Grand Lodge. 

"It shall be the duty of every snbordinate Lodge under the jurisdiction or 
this Grand Lodge, to ascertain and keep themselves informed of the number or 
cluldren or Master Masons residing within their respective jurisdictions, who 
are or may be destitute of the means of education ; to cause them to be in­
atructed in the first rudiments of a general English education, so far as the 
fuda or such Lodges will rt'spectively allow, consistent with other charities; 
aad to report to the Grand Lodge, annually, the number of such children and 
the measures adopted in regard to them."

GEORGIA. 

GRAND LODGE. 

THE date or the organization of the Grand Lodge or Georgia is not known. 
It is certain that Freemasonry was established in the State almost coequal with 
its settlement as a colony. Distinguished writers assert that as early as 5730 a 
Lodge was instituted in Georgia. The records of the Grand Lodge of England 
show that in December, 5733, the new colony in Georgia was recommended to 
the benevolence of the Lodges by the Deputy Grand Master, and it is on record 
that considerable donations were collected and distributed among distressed 
Masons, to encourage the settlement of the new colony, just established at Geor­
gia in .America. There is a tradition that the first Masonic Lodge ever held in 
the State of Georgia was constituted and opened by General James Oglethorpe. 
during the year 5733, under a large oak-tree, which stood near the corner or 
Bay and Drayton Streets, Savannah, and was called "King Solomon's Lodge." 
There is, however. another tradition, and tolerably well authenticated, that a 
Lodge was at work in Savannah before Solomon's Lodge had an existence. It 
appears that a commission was issued to Roger Lacy, as Provincial Grand Mas­
ter, in 5730, prior to his leaving England for the new colony, which commission 
was subsequently renewed or the authority continued. 

The Grand Lodge was reorganized as an independent Grand Lodge, Decem· 
ber 16th, 5786. The Grand Ld;;e consists of the Masters of the Constituted 
Lodges, the Past Grand Masters, PMt Deputy Grand ~lasters, Put Grand 
Wardens, and Past Masters who have actually presided as Master one year 
within the jurisdiction. The Annual Communications of the Grand Lodge are 
held in the City of Macon, commencing on the last Wednesday in October.

KASOlfRY dONG THE ARABS. 
AT the celebration or the Anniversary or St.John the Evangelist, in 1843, at 

OJJord, in England, Mr. Blake, the Worshipful Master of the University Lodge, 
related the following anecdote or the influence or Masonry among the Arabs. 

"He confessed," he said, "that he had formerly been prejudiced against Free­
IIIUOnry, bat experience abroad had convinced him or his error, and satisfied 
him that there was something in it beyond the mere name. He once had a 
friend, who, with his crew, had been wrecked in the Persian Unlf, when an Arab 
chieftain came down to plunder them, but, on his friend giving the Masonic 
•igna, they were protected and taken to Muscat, where they were not only 
clothed and properly taken care or, but afterwards taken to Borneo. Be 
htttc thi• to be a fact; he had it from tile lips of his fl·iend u:ho had been 
vwtclctd; and it so sati&fied him as to the merits of Masonry, that he resolved 
tp embrace tho first opportunity or enrolling himself among its members. That 
pledge he had resumed; and from the moment he bad been initiated, he fiad felt 
the deepest interest in the institution, and the greatest desire to prom_ote ita 
iateresta aDd utnd ita beaetlts."

Communications are held in the City of Springfield, on the first Tuesday of 
October. It is composed of the Grand Officers, elected Past Grand Officers, 
Past Masters, and Masters and Wardens or the subordinate Lodges. The 
revenue of the Grand Lodge is derived, as follows:-

There are 306 Chartered Lodges and 33 under dispensation in lllinois. The 
returns at the Ani!ual Communication, in October, 5860, of 290 Chartered 
l.odges, give a total membership, 11,712, and those under dispensation, Ml, 
making, altogether, 12,153. Number of non-affiliated Masons returned, 589. 
Sixteen Chartered Lodges made no returns. The Lodges under Dispensation 
initiated during the year, 194; Passed, 157; and Raised, 132. Dues paid by 
Chartered Lodges, $7571 25. Fees and dues by Lodges U. D., $2093.

LABOR ABD PROGRESS. 

FaDMAIO!fRT ia emphatically a working institution. Work, mental and 
physical, ia practically taoght in every lesson or the mystic scit'nce. From the 
time tbe initiate enters within the portals of the Temple, the doty of practical 
labor ia enjoined in the symbolic instructions given to him, as well as in the 
illaatrationa or the ceremonials or the several degrees or Masonry. As an 
Eotered Apprentice, representing Yooth, he is expt'cted to apply himself to 
aeq1liriDg a lmowledge or the dntiea pertaining to bia probationary position and 
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to prepare himselC Cor more active usefulness in a higher sphere, that or a Fellow 
Craft, representing manhood. Having acquired a knowledge or those duties, 
which voluntarily assumed, he bas obligated himself to, and exemplified practi­
cally that the lessons taught him were impressed upon his heart and conscience, 
and that he is prepared for further advancement, the veil is uplifted and he is 
led onward to assume higher duties and additional obligations as a Fellow 
Craftsman. There can be no progress without labor, and advancement in Ma­
·sonry is, or ought to be, based upon an intelligent application of the teachings 
imparted to the candidate. The indolent novitiate, who will not apply himself 
to the proper study of Masonry as far as be bas received the light, or practicallJ 
exemplify its teachings in his daily life, ought never to be advanced beyond the 
portals of the Temple. As a hewer of wood or drawer of water, he should be 
held in a subservient position, as a learner, an apprentice. The diligent student 
alone bas a right to advancement, to further progress in our mystic science. 
Those alone ought to be promoted to the degree of Fellow Craft, and in due 
time to the sublime degree or a Master Mason. The titles of the several de­
grees indicate that or a learner, a proficient. and a Master or teacher. The Mas. 
ter's degree, implying that the novitiate and probationary periods have been 
passed, although representing that time of life when men ordinarily are ex­
pected to cease from their active duties, it is tbl'!n that the true Freemason, 
because of his temperate and regular course of life, having lived in accordance 
with the teachings or the institution, which are based upon the laws or nature 
and of nature's God, is in the possession or both mental and bodily vigor, 
and well qualified, from his mature age and experience, to be a teacher in 
Israel. As development and progress, both mental and physical, necessarily 
result from a strict observance of the laws or nature, and the active exercise or 
our faculties in harmony with the design of the Creator, so the true Freemason, 
from the time of his entrance into our mystic Order, will progress in wiedom and 
knowledge, will unfold the divine nature or his being; his faculties wiH expand 
with age so long as he is capable of active usefulness, and even as is taught in 
the legend of the Master's degree,-when passed to a higher sphere, when rai1ecl 
from the earthly to the invisible world, the spirit di\"ested of its mortal body, 
will continue, as in this life, unceasingly to develop and progress onward and 
onward, (rom one degree of excellence to a higher. In God's world, progress is 
impressed upon all His works. In man, created in His likeness, ultimate the 
ideal of His creations, and in and through man the grand design of the Creator 
will be perfected. Indolence and inactivity are incompatible with progress, and, 
consequently, are inconsistent with Masonic obligations and duties. The teach­
ings or Masonry are in harmony with God's laws, and labor, even when called 
oft', at refreshment, does not cease. And neither is the work of Masonry con­
fined to the Lodge rooms; it is there are taught those lessons which arc to be 
exemplified in our daily life and practice, and in our intercourse with our fellow­
man. 

The workingman alone is the true Mason. The indolent, the ignorant, those 
who neither acquire a knowledge of the true objects and purposes of Free­
masonry, nor practice its teachingtt, are not alone drones and useless, but are 
lltumbling-blocks and impedimenta to the progress or the institution in fulfillillg 
ita mission in the elevatiun and improvement of the family of man.

The aspirations of 
the soul do not belong to the earthly nature. May these aspirations not be a 
wise manifestation of God's love for Man, disclosing to him in the clearest 
manner that his nature is capable of comprehending in the earth-lite that when 
his probation here is finished, the soul will continue to exist in another, a brighter, 
a better, and more congenial sphere?

BROTHER Rosi'!RT G. ScoTT, Past Grand Master of Virginia, in an address 

delivered before the Grand Lodge of that State, in 1845, related the following 
anecdote, which, be says, "is well authenticated, and vouched for by several 
witneBBCs now living." 

During the last war between this country and England, a large detachment 
of the Northwestern army, under the command of General Winchester, was 
attacked at the river Raisin, and af'ler a sanguinary engagement, was overcome 
by a superior English and Indian force. The ammunition of the Americans 
bemg nearly expended, and all expectation of succor vain, they surrendered, on 
the assurance of their conquerors that the prisoners should be treated with 
humanity. But they had scarcely laid down their arms, when the Indians com­
menced stripping them of their clothing, and beat and insulted all who ven­
tured to complain of such treatment. At length the passions of the Indians 
becoming excited, many of the Americans were tomahawked and scalped. "It 
was," says Brother Roberts, "in the midst of such an exciting scene that an 
Indian Chief with a lofty bearing, and the expression of gratification and ven­
geance marked on his countenance, looked on this work of carnage and blood. 
Many of his be.st warriors bad fallen by the sure fire of the Kentucky riflemen. 
He was chafed and maddened by the recent bot contest. In such a frame of 
mind he discouraged not the bloody tragedy. But behold now this red man of 
the forest I What supl'rbuman influence bas wrought such a change T Whither 
has gone that vengeful, that demon exultation? lt is the cry of a Maaon and 
a brother which has reached him, a cry asking for mercy, and &peaking in a 
language which he comprehends and obeys. He springs from the cannon on 
which he is resting, and with the swiftnees of the deer of his native forest, he 
bounds among his followers and warriors, his tomahawk uplif'led, and with a 
look and gesture which were never disregarded by his savage soldiers, utters the 
life-saving command-• let the slaughtEtr cease-kill no more white meo.' This 
was Tecumseh, a Mason, who, with two other distinguished chiefs of hie tribe, 
had years before been united to our> order, while on a risit to Philadelphia.''

In 1450, John De Medici& became Grand Master of Masons in Tuscany,·and 
patly promoted not only the Masonic, but other arts and sciences. 

On the 2"h or Jnne, 1502, Henry VII. presided as Grand Master at a Lodge 
laeld in his palace, from whence, accompanied by a great concourse or brethren, 
lie proceeded iD ample form to the end or Westminster Abbey, where he laid 
the foundation atone or King Henry Vll.'s C~apel.

few in nnmber, nor confined altogether to the uneducated-who never advance 
One peg io Masonic knowledge beyond what they were1taught when the degrees 
or Masonry wtore conferred upon them. who entertain the opinion that a Freemason 
oaght not to know anrthing or the history of the institntion-or its statistics-or 
il• IJIDbolilm-or the origin or the rites and ceremonials or the order, ita tradi-
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tions. etc .. etc .. that all this knowledge ought to be bid from the light or day 
and buried in oblivion forever. 1'his is, in plain, simple language, the sentiment 
of those who are opposed to Masonic publications; and to shield themselves in 
their ignorance, they nile that convenient expression, that "Masonry is a con. 
servative institution." We will grant that Masonry is a conservative institution 
so far as that its landmarks are unchangeable; but he who would infer from thaL 
that its aims and purposes are incapable of further unfoldment, or that no advance­
ment nor progress has been made in the development of its principles since the 
organization of the order, betrays gross ignorance of its past history. An insti­
tution whose aim and purpose are to improve and elevate man, cannot be conserva­
tive in all respects; the platform of yesterday must be ele'\"ated to conform to the 
ine~-eased light of to-day. There must of necessity be a continual change, ao 
advance, an upward and onward progress as we increase in knowledge from dsy 
to day of the duties we owe to God, our neighbor, and ourselves. It is idle to 

attempt to prevent Freemasonry from advancing with the intellectual advance­
ment of the age. The Freemasonry of to-day is far in advance of the Free­
masonry of one hundred years ago in its system of government, its system of 
charities, but more particularly in the acquisition of the knowledge of its past 
history and an increased knowledge of its principles, its mission, and its aims 
and purposes. None but the willfully blind, the ignorant, or those who cannot 
sec in Freemasonry anything above its signs and passwords, can be hostile to 
the dissemination of ~lasonic light and knowledge. The man who is content 
with the knowledge be is in possession of, and closes up his intellect to the ad­
mission of more lt"ght, however absurd such an idea may seem, fairly represents 
the stand-still, conservative Mason. 

Freemasonry is progressive, and is continually unfolding the mysteries con­
tained in the volume of inspirational nature. As the pages tum over day by 
day of the unrevealed Book, the light of science shines more brightly-thoughts 
are elicited from the active workshop of the mind, and t>ach leaf is impressed with 
the knowledge acquired by experience, the child of wisdom. The indolent Ma­
son, with conservatism as his shield, is impenetrable to the rays of light which 
gleam from the intelligent mind. He is wise in his own conceit-he bas reached 
the highest point of human wisdom-no one can give him information that he is 
not possessed of already-his understanding equals that of the bighe.st de­
veloped finite mind, and, wrapt in his own self-conceit, he is impervious to the 
reception of light, and repels the golden rays emitted from heaven. This is 
the conservative Mason, who stands on an unchangeable platform, who will not 
improve because he will not admit the possibility of progress-who will not 
seck for light, more light, because he will not step beyond the first lessons 
which were taught him. This class of Mas~ns is incapable of comprehending 
the esoteric teschings of Freemasonry. All intelligent Masons are, in the pro­
per sense of the term, in regard to the landmarks of Freemasonry. conservative, 
and the more intelligent arc generally most so; but that conservatism which 
does not admit of any development of Masonic principles, which is opposed to 
all elucidation of our mystic symbols, the promulgation of Masonic t.oochings. 
the philosophy, the history, the statistics of Masonry, its aim and its miasion, ie 
as opposite to true Freemasonry as virtue and vice, as light and darkn~aa are 
opposed to each other.

PHILOSOPHY OF JU.SODY. 

Tu philosophy or Masonry is moral and spiritual. Its object is the improve­
lllellt of man, morally and spiritually. Those who view Masonry only as a social 
iDatitution (and, alas, too many Freemasons only regard it as such!) are like 
thoee who value a book for ita binding, and not for ita contents. The entire 
ritual of Masonry, ita ceremonials, symbolisms, and teachings, is but the outward 
expreuion, the body which enshrines the soul or spirit of Masonry. The Ma­
IODie degrees are allegorical or youth, manhood, and age, the three stages of 
life's probation. In these several degrees the duties of man, as a moral and 
lpiritual being, are inculca~d, having a reference to his progression In this and 
the future life.. The entering and passing are preliminary to the raising, and 
llaD ia onl7 ftnally rGiHd after the earthly bod7 bu ceased to be animated b7

the spirit. There is an interior spirit in all the symbols and teachings of lla. 
sonry. The plumb, level, and square are the visible representations of the 
moral lessons they teach. We might, with as much propriety, understand that 
the working tools were intended for operati ... e uses by Freemasons, as for us to 
believe that Masonry is only a social institution. These tools are necessary for 
illustration, and they are the best that could be adopted for that purpose. They 
can be seen by the ext.t>rior vision, and handled with the fingers. The lessons 
they teach are the soul or spirit. of which they form the body; and as each has 
a dilferent form, so does each convey a ditTereot lesson, and the various illostra· 
tions of Masonry, taken together as a whole, constitute. one perfect system of 
mao's dntics to God, his neighbor, and himself-a system embracing every duty 
of life, written with the finger of God in nature's illustrated world, in the vol­
ume of inspiration, and in the hearts and con~cieoces of the beings created in 
his image. The ultimate of these teachings is the finite perfection of the finite 
man. The philosophy of Masonry teaches that mao is immortal; and as the 
life on earth is only probationary, and be therefore cannot attain the ulti­
mate of perfection in this sphere, it will be his privilege in the spirit-world to 
progress onward and upward to the highest perfection his nature is capable of. 
'fhe teachings of Masonry have this object in view. The work of progreas must 
commence here. Hence the teachings of Masonry are not merely speculative. 
'fhey contemplate the progress of man in this sphere, and a continued progres· 
sion throughout an endless eternity. To the trne Freemason, the philosophy of 
Freemasonry is no idle lilpeculation, no vain theory, no visionary problem.· It ia to 
him a living reality, and in comparison to which all things else are as nothing. It 
is, therefore, of paramount importance that the true philosophy of Masonry should 
be understood by e\"ery disciple or the Order, as the highest interest or man is 
embraced in its principles and the duties which it enjoins. Progress ia stamped 
upon all the works of the Creator. There is no cessation, and there can be 
none in God's world. Man is continually progresaing in his physical develop· 
ment, and through the stages of youth, manhood, and age, he is imperceptibly 
journeying onward in the road of progress toward a higher and a higher sphere. 
toward the source of all light, or in the road of ignorance and error, the road 
of evil and darkness. As "Sons of Light," let it be our duty to progress up­
ward, to live in accordance with the teachings of the Order, to do all we can to 
promote our spiritual ad.,.ancemcnt, to be living examples of the philosophy of 
Freemasonry, and thus convince the world around us that Masonry is something 
more than a mere social Order, that its aims are to advance the welfare of the 
human family, morally and spiritually, through the active inftuence of ita prin· 
ciples exhibited in the dtlily life and conversation of the members of the frater­
nity.

TRUE PROG:U:SSIOll OP KA.SODY. 

M.lROintT is said to be a progressive institution, but the proper meaning or the 
expression, or in what it is progressive, has not been clearly stated. It is mostly 
eooaidered-when in its outward growth, in its material increase and success, 
when large numbers are admitted into our sanctuaries, when applications Cor new 
Lodges are numerous, when the fonds in the treasuries accumulate largely­
that Masonry is progressing. But this iB a mistaken view, as this apparent 
prosperity may be the result or proselytism, a desire ror ostentation, (or vain 
bouting; which, instead or adding strength to the Masonic edifice, may, from 
tbe mat.E'rial admitted without inspecting its qualities closely, and selecting it 
with proper care, and a regard for the high purposes Cor which it iB intended, be 
the very meaDB to eventuate in the destruction or the institution. In times or 
pro~peritysaeb ae the present, when Muonry is popular everywhere, and •P·, 
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plicants are constantly knocking at our doors, seeking to be admitted into th• 
institution, and to become acquainted with our mysteries, greater vigilance an• 
circumspection should be exercised, ]eat incongruous, inharmonious, and impra 
per persona be permitted to enter into the household of the faithful, and deatro: 
the peace and unity of the Order. The mere accession of numbers is not a tes 
of strength, nor is it an evidence or the development of the principhla or :fth 
aonry. The true progression of Masonry is in the living and acting up to th 
principles or the Order. Masonry can only be said to be progressive when i 
moves on in advance of the morals and intelligence of the age, and directs tho 
onward march of civilization. This Masonry must do, or it fails to perform ill 
true mission. The standard of its morals must be so elevated that the surround. 
ing world can see, and know, and feel its bdneficial and sanctifying inftuence. 
And as dispensing light and knowledge is particularly a province of Masonry, a 
due culture of the mental powers is necessary to a proper understanding of the 
laws of nature and of nature's God, to develop the arts and sciences, and to aid 
man in working out the problem of his mi.tosion, and assisting him to promote 
his intellectual and spiritual advancement. We do not claim for Masonry more 
than its principles, if lived up to in the actual outworking of life, will accomplish. 
and which was the design of the originators of the Order. Founded upon bettet 
principles than any other institution, and in its fraternal objects in advance ol 
the church, Masonry bas accomplished more in allaying prejudices, in promot­
ing kindly feelings, in drawing the bonds of union closer, in reconciling man t< 
his condition, in cementing fellowship, in establishing good faith, in cultivatin@ 
harmony, in the true manifestation of sympathy, affection and love, than all thE 
efforts of the pulpit and rostrum, and other beneficial and charitable asaoeia­
tions. It is only by living, acting, doing. according to its teachings, that tht 
principles of Masonry arc unfolded, and exercise an inftuence in promoting tbt 
happiness and well-being of the surrounding world. The stability and futon 
existence of the institution depend upon a strict and faithful observance or ib 
teachings. Masonry can only be known by its fruits. It bas no life, no vitality 
if it does not progress onward and upward. It cannot remain stationary. 11 
must either progress or retrograde. It does retrograde if its principles are no1 
patent to the observation of the world in the intelligence and exemplary life o: 
its members. The true progression of Masonry is the manifestation of gooc 
deeds, of good works, the practice of its teachings by its disciples. 

Inigo Jones, who was denominated "the rather of classical architecture ir 
England," was born 1572, and died in 1652, at the age of 79 yeara. 

May 1, 1775, the foundation-stone of the new Freemason's Hall, in L9ndon 
was laid in solemn form, in the presence of a numerous company or the brethren. 

The Grand Lodge of England, at its meeting, May 1, 1775, inatitat.ed thE 
office of Grand Chaplain, which, although an innovation and inconaistent wUh 
the universal principles of Freemasonry, hu been almost universally adopted, 
to give character to the institution. 

May 23, 1776, the new Freemason's Hall, in London, was dedicated to Ma­
sonry, virtue, and universal charity and benevolence.

The following sketch or the early history of Freemasonry in Missouri is from 
the pen or the intelligent and accomplished Grand Secretary or the Grand 
Lodge, R. W. Bro. A. O'Sullivan. 

"I presume it ia well known that the first settlers or. Upper Louisiana (as 
tbia State wu formerly called) were French ; they came by the way of Canada, 
aod were the companions or Cartier, La Salle, and Father Hennepin, who, with 
a peneverance and courage seldom surpassed, traversed the vast wildcmesa that 

(241) 
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then lay between the Canada line and the French settlements on the Lower 
MiBSissippi. 

"To connect her Canadian with her Southern po8Be88iona on the Miaai88ippl. 
was a favorite scheme with France, and, in order to efl'ed this, abe caused a 
chain of military posts to be established along the Lakes, and the Ohio and 
Mississippi Rivera. Between these posts settlements rapidly sprung up, one or 
which, the town of Ste. Genevieve, was of some importance as early as 1763; 
here was concentrated the lead trade, as also a trade in furs and peltriea. 

"In November of the above year, Pierre Liguste Laclede, who had reccim 
from the Director.General the exclusive privilege to trade with the Indiana or 
Missouri and those west of Mississippi, arrived at Ste. Genevieve; but findiug 
no place suitable for the storage of his goods, and being still too far from the 
mouth of the Missouri River, a proximity to which was an object of prim&rJ 
importance to him, be proceeded up the Mississippi River. 

"On the 15th of February, 1764, Laclede and his party landed at the spot 
now occupied by the City of St. Louis, and proceeded to cut down tree8 and 
draw the lines of a town which he named St. Louis, in honor of Lonia XV. of 
France; a town which subsequently became the capital of Upper Lonisianar 
and which is now the commercial capital of MiBSouri. 

"The merchants of Ste. Genevieve and St. Louis, in the days of which I write 
procured their goods from Philadelphia, to which city they resorted once iD 
every year. Here several of them became Masons, and were made in the Old 
French Lodge, No. 73 on the Registry of the G. Lodge of Pennsylvania. 

"In process of time, as the Masons in the Territory became numerous, they 
resolved to form a Lodge; and, on proper application, in the year 1807-8, a 
warrant of Constitution was granted by the Grand Lodge of Pennsylvania, for 
a Lodge to be holden in the town of Ste. Genevieve, Territory of Louisiana, and 
is registered on the books of said Grand Lodge as Louisiana Lodge, No. 109: 
Otho Strader being its first Master, Dr. Aaron Elliott and Joseph Hertick, 
Wardens. This was the first Lodge established in the now State of Missouri. 

"In the years 1811-12, Gen. H. Dodge "presided over this Lodge as W. M. 
Owing to the unsettled state of the Territory during the late war with England, 
the Lodge declined, and it finally ceased to work about the years 1816-17. I 
am led to this belief because no mention is made of it in the early records of the 
Grand Lodge, and also from the fact that in the year 1826 several Brethren 
petitioned for a Lodge to be held in the town of Ste. Genevieve, by the name of 
Tucker Lodge, which Lodge was chartered as No. 13, and continued in exist­
ence until 1831, when it went down. In the year 1809-10, a Charter waa 
granted by the Grand Lodge of Pennsylvania, to certain Brethren in the town 
of St. Louis, to open St. Louis Lodge, No. 111. Of this Lodge I am unable 
to procure the least information who its officers were or when it ceased to exist. 
A Dispensation for a Lodge at the town of Jackson, now in the county of Cape 
Hirardcau, was granted by the Grand Lodge of Indiana, in the year 1820, bat 
was chartered by the Grand Lodge of this State. 

"A Charter, bearing date 8th or October, 1816, was granted by the Grand 
Lodge of Tennessee to Josiah Pilcher, Thomas Brady, Jeremiah Connor an4 
others, to open a Lodge in the town of St. Louis, Missouri Territory, by the 
name of Missouri Lodge, No. 12, and is signed by Robt. Searcy, G. Master; 
Wilkins Tannehill, G. Sec. 
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"A Charier bearing date 6th of October, 1819, was granted to Wm. F. 
Roberta, S. Convene, Wm. Bates, and others, to open a Lodge in the town of 
Herculaneum, by the name of Joachim Lodge, No. 25, and is signed by Oliver 
Hayes, G. M.; Moses Norvell, G. Secretary. 

"A. Charter, same date and year, was granted to Benjamin Emmons, B. 
Palmer, John Payne, and others, to open a Lodge in the town of St. Charles, 
by the name or St. Charles Lodge, No. 28. 

"On the 22d day or February, 1821, in pursuance of an invitation sent by 
lliaoori Lodge, No. 12, to the sel"eral Lodges in the State, the following 
l.OOges, by their representatives, assembled in the Hall of MiBBouri Lodge, No. 
12, in the town of St. Louis, and having resolved to organize a Grand Lodge for 
the State of Missouri, appointed a committee, consisting of Bros. Wm. Bates, 
Nathaniel Simmons, and Edward Bates, to draf't a Constitution and Code of 
By-Laws for the Government of the Grand Lodge, and then adjourned to meet 
at the same place on the twenty-third day of April following, to organize a 
GIIOd Lodge. 

"A Convocation of Masons met pursuant to previous notice given by the Con­
len lion of Delegates, at the Lodge Room of Missouri Lodge, No. 12, April 23, 
u. 5821, for the purpose or organizing the Grand Lodge or the State of 
.lliaeoori. 

"Opened in the Third Degree in due form.

"On the 5th of May, 5821, the following Brethren were appointed a Com­
mittee to draft a Code of By-Laws for the government of the Grand Lodge :

"At a special meeting of the Grand Lodge or Missouri, held in the City ol 
St. Louis, on Friday the 29th day of April, 1825, present Rt. W . G. H. C. 
Melody, D. G. M. and G. M. p. t.; Rt. W. Thornton Grimsley, G. S. W.; Rt. 
W. John D. Daggett, G. J. W. p. t.; A. Gamble, G. Treas.; Th. Douglua, G. 
Secretary, and a large number of visiting Brethren. 

"Grand Lodge opened in Third Degree, in solemn form. 
"It being stated by the Grand Masrer that Gen. La Fayette, a Brother 

Mason and an officer of the Revolution, had arrived in the city, 
"On motion of Bro. Gamble, 
" Ordered, That a ballot be now taken on the election of Bro. La Fayette, u 

an honorary member of this Grand Lodge. 
"When he was duly elected. 
"On motion of Bro. Gamble, 
" Ordered, That a committee be appointed to wait upon Bro. La Fayette 

inform him of his election as an honorary member or this Grand Lodge, an( 
solicit his attendance at the present meeting. 

"Bros. Melody, Douglass, and Atwood were appointed that committee. 
"After a short absence the said committee returned, accompanied by Bro. lA 

Fayette and his son, Bro. George Washington La Fayette, who were receive< 
by the Lodge standing, and au addreBS delivered by Bro. A. Gamble, to whicl 
Bro. La Fayette replied, and was then conducted to a chair in the east. 

" On motion of Bro. Gamble, 
" Ordered, That the ballot be taken on the election or Bro. Geo. W ashingtoa 

La Fayette, as an honorary member or this Grand Lodge, when he was dol1 
elected. 

" Bro. La Fayette again addreBSed the Lodge, and with his son withdrew. 
"Grand Lodge cloaed in harmony and peace.

"In the year 1831, a resolution was oll'ered, but afterwards withdrawn, to 
diBSolve the Grand and Subordinate Lodges in the State. 

"The following was unanimously adopted :-
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"Raolwd, That the Grand Lodge of the State or Missouri wiil zealouRly 
apport the interest and dignity of the Fraternity, and will strictly require or 
\he ~abordinate Lodges under this jurisdiction a vigilant and faithful discharge 
or their duties; and that it is inexpedient either to dissolve or suspend the 
Grand and Subordinate Lodges. 

"In 1841 the Grand Lodge adopted, among others, the following:­
"Ruolved, That it is necessary and expedient and the imperative duty as well 

u the interest or the Grand Lodge to establish at some healthy and convenient 
poillt an institution of learning for the sons of indigent Masons, and such others 
u the Grand Lodge may from time to time ad'mit ; and also to establish at such 
place as the Grand Lodge may direct, an asylum for the maintenance and 
education or the female orphans of worthy M. M. and others. 

•In accordance with the foregoing resolution theM. W. Priestly H. McBird, 
G. II., and others, did, on the 12th day of September, 1842, purchase for the 
ue of the Grand Lodge for the institution of learning above mentioned, certain 
land and real estate in the County of Marion, being about 1350 acres of land, 
with the buildings and improvements thereon, including the College buildings or 
the Upper Marion College. 

"In February, 1843, the Grand Lodge was chartered by the Legislature of 
the State. 

"June 24th. 1845. Masonic College dedicated by the Grand Lodge, M, W. 
J. W. S. Mitchell, Grand Master, presiding. 

"June 26th, 18-15. Grand Lodge adopted resolutions expressive of their 
sorrow, on the death of Bro. Andrew Jackson, Past Grand Master of the Grand 
LOOge of Tennessee, and Ex-President of the United States; and on June 
tweoty-eigbth, the Grand Lodge united with the citizens of St. Louis in the 
pablie ceremonies consequent on the death of that illustrious Brother. 

"March 18th, 1847. Grand Lodge decided to locate the Masonic College at 
l.eriogton, Lafayette County, Mo., the citizens having generously subscribed 
the sum of $33,000 for the purpose of erecting the necessary buildings. 

"On May 18th. Grand Lodge laid the corner-stone of theM asonic College 
Bt. W. G. H. C. Melody, P. D. G. M., presiding. 

"Owing to the indefatigable exertions of P. G. Master Ron. B. W. Grover, 
the endowment fund of the College was announced as $53,000, being the amount 
et aeholarsbips sold and closed by the agents appointed for that purpose. 

"The Grand Lodge has made provisions for the boarding, clothing, and 
educating of one orphan boy from each Masonic District in the State, which, 
added to the two provided for by the Grand Chapter. makes nineteen orphan 
bo71 being supported and educated by the Fraternity in this jurisdiction, besides 
IOIIIe thirty others who arc receiving a gratuitous education."

CONDITION OF M:ASODY IB' IEBB.A.SXA. 

TaB M. W. Grand Master, RoBERT C. JoRDAN, in his address read before the 
Grand Lodge, June 5th, 5860, submits the following views in relation to the 
condition of Masonry in Nebraska :-

"Since the organization of our Grand Lodge, we have, as Grand and nbor­
dinate Lodges, been peculiarly situated, with much to encounter for 81lccell, ud 
but little to encourage us on our way. The six Lodges that now compoee oar 

(254) 
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Gl'llld Lodge were organized and set to work when times were prosperous and 
pod. Soon after their organizat.ion a change took place that will long be 
remembered by the residents of this Territory, from which we are now jnst 
reco'ering, and that very slowly. 

"In addition to financial troubles, during the period mentioned, the great 
pld diacovery was made west or us, and a large number of our members having 
10fered severely from the effects of the crisis, and being posBe88Cd with a spirit 
or ac!Tenture, concluded to seek fortune's favors and smiles in the newly dis­
comed gold mines. All of the six Lodges have suffered greatly from this 
ewe, in some instances leaving barely enough to perform the duties of the 
Lodge." 

Brother C. D. KI'!LLJI!R, in a report on the introduction of Freemasonry in 
Sebruka, remarks as follows :-

"The first regular Communication held under the Dispensation was on the 
enning of April 3d, 1855, in the second story of the old Trading Post, then 
owned by Brother Peter A. Sarpy. In the adjoining room resided a family or 
the natives or the soil-the Omahas-who, in connection with many others of 
that tribe, exhibited quite a curiosity to know what their pale-faced brothers 
were doing; hence, in order to elude observation, and preserve the secrete of 
011t ordt-r, large Machanaw blankets were bung around the room, until the 
desired end was accomplished." 

The following sketch of the introduction of Freemasonry in Nebraska is by 
A. R. GJL)IORII :-

"The first organized effort to a formal introduction of Maeonry into this 
Territory transpired in ~ O'feruber, 1854. In that month and year a preliminary 
meeting of Crart!men was held for the purpose of taking initiatory steps to the 
procurement or a Dispensation, and other authority requisite to the establish­
lllent of a Lodge of F. and A. Masons, at Bellevue, then in Douglas, but now 
io Sarpy County. The meeting assembled in Green, Kinnt>y & Co.'s log store, 
in St. Mary's, Mills County, Iowa, directly opposite Bellevue. It was attended 
br Brothers L. B. Kinney, our present worthy and efficient Deputy Grand 
Muter, now a resident of Bellevue; Ex-Governor Ansel Briggs, now a resident 
of Florence, Douglas County; P. J. McMahan, then and now a resident of 
Council Bluff, Iowa; A. W. Lockwood, then and now a resident of Traders' 
Point, Iowa; James M. Gatewood, then retiring from the l;oited States Indian 
!.gency of the Omaha, Pawnee, and Otoe tribes of Indians, now a resident of 
lliaeouri; George Hepner, then United States Agent for aforesaid tribes, since 
deceased; A. \V. Hollister, then of Bellevue, present residence unknown to me; 
and your • bumble servant,• constituted the whole number present. After • due 
delitK:ration,' a petition to the Grand Lodge of Illinois was drawn np in due 
form, praying them to grant their petitioners a Dispensation, and was signed by 
.U those named as being present, and directed to the address of the Grand 
Muter or Illinois, and at once trant<mitted by mail. I villited Chicago in De­
eember or that yeBT, and found that our petition bad been received, and was 
then in· the hands of the Deputy Grand Master, with whom I arranged the pay­
aent of their neual fees, and, after some little delay, the Dispensation was issued 
ud tile ll&llle of L. B. Kinney inserted as our first Master, and then transmitted 
toW. bJ maO. I might u well add here, that W. M. Kinne7 repreeented Belle-
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vue Lodge, at the Annual Session of the Grand Lodge, in Springfield, Dlinoia, 
in.1855, and surrendered our Dispensation, and received in its place a Charter, 
under which authority that Lodge worked, until the formation or the Grand 
Lodge of this Territory, in 1857. 

"On my return to Bellevue, in April, 1855, I found the Lodge duly orgaoised, 
and holding their regular meetings in the second story of the Trading Poet or 
General Sarpy, near the steamboat landing for that town. 

"This venerable specimen of primitive architecture still graces the spot 
where it then stood, and around and within ita rude walls are clustered manJ 
highly valued associations. Its well-worn threshold was the first one om 
which my feet passed after my advent to this Territory, an e¥ent which I then 
recorded, in pencil, on the cornice beneath the dripping ea¥es. the trace or 
which time bas not yet obliterated. Beneath ita hospitable roof my first reput 
was partaken, at the instance of its hardy but generous proprietor, the pioneer 
of Nebraska, General Peter A. Sarpy. Within ita rude and rough walla tbe 
• sound of the gavel' first bailed the craft, and called them to their first •labor.' 
In this humble room the pioneer band of' the brotherhood' first assembled around 
their sacred but rude altar, (a bale of Indian blanket.'!,) and received their first 
charge from the lips of their first Master, (L. B. Kinney,) who ever • set tbe 
craft to work' under 'due instruction~.>,' in this then extreme limit of civilization. 
The official regalia, or rather the jewels of the Lodge, were skillfully made of tio, 
by a craftsman, who afterward established the manufacture of tinware in thia 
city, and represented its popullltion in our Territorial Legislature in 1857-8. 
There are many interrsting events connected with this building, and the pro­
ceedings of the first meetings of our infant Lodge therein, that would furnish 
material for an interesting publication, but my time and meagre ability form ao 
insuperable barrier to my success in such undertaking. 

"During the spring of 1855, petitions for initiation were received from Stephen 
Decatur and Isaiah Dennett, and favorably determined, but there being no suita­
ble room for work in that place, no initiation took place during that year. 

"We continued to meet regularly through the season, sometimes in Brother 
Kinney's store, and sometimes in a room which I occupied in the second story 
of a large unfinished building, afterward known as the Benton House, which 
was destroyed by fire in the fall of 1857. 

"During the fall of 1855, General Peter A. Sarpy handed in his petition for 
initiation. During its consideration and determination, a circumstance tralll­
pired of rather a ludicrous character, caused by an almost total destitution of 
furniture, clothing and working tools. In order to exhibit this feature, and gil'e 
our present weB-provided brethren a knowledge of the expedients we were obliged 
to resort to, I will give the history of the manner in which this application was 
disposed of. The meeting alluded to was held io my room before described. 
'fhe report of the committee, to whom was referred the petilioo or General 
Sarpy, bad been received, and was favorable to his admission. A ballot was 
proposed, seconded and carried. The preparation for this duty developed the 
fact that we were destitute of both box and ballots, and to relieve ourselves from 
this awkward dilemma we were forced to substitute an empty gallon pickle jar 
for a ballot box, and a box of small gravel-stones, which I gathered as speci­
mens, and which I still had in my possession, were selected to serve the CriendlJ 
office, while a cup of 'leaden bullets' were to perform the 'darker colored' ~er-
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'rice. The jar, the stones, and bullets were then placed upon our ' primitive' 
altar, (two trnnks covered with a blue blanket,) when we gravely proceeded with 
oar ballot, This done, our W. M. ordered the 'contents of the bottle' analyzed, 
ud the result proclaimed; a task that was speedily and scientifically performed 
by the J. and S. W., who gave their unanimous opinion that the presence of 
'lead' wae not discovered or detected, and that the ballot was clear in favor of 
the candidate. A few evenings thereafter, as many of our members as conld 
\eave, accompanied the • candidate' to Council Blufls, it being the evening of the 
ttgular meeting of the Council Bluff Lodge. They closed their Lodge in the 
early part or the evening. and kindly tendert'd Bellevue Lodge the use of their 
room, furniture, tools and aid. Whcr<'npon our Lodge was opened in due form, 
Gentral L. L. Bowen presiding, and the Entered Apprentice Degree duly con. 
ferred upon General Peter A. Sarpy, the hardy pioneer and Indian trader or 
thirty-six years standing. 

"This was the first degree conferred by Bellevue Lod~e. I should have men­
tioned before this, that the two first-named candidates were never initiated, 
Stephen Decatur having rf'moved to Decatur City, in this Territory, where hf> 
now resides; and Isaiah Bennett, brother of our worthy townsman and brother, 
John B. Bennett, died in Glenwood, Mills County, Iowa, in the summer of 18M. 
His funeral was attended by a large concourse of personal friends, and among 
them most or the members of Bellevue Lodge, your humble servant being one 
or the number. 

"In January, 1856, I close(] my membership in Bellevue Lodge, and removed 
to Omaha, where I united with and participated in the establishment of Capitol 
Lodge, as shown in the transcript of their record."

A. LAUGHABLE INCIDENT. 

Tn1 good old Tyler, the father or the present gentlemanly brother who tyles 
the Lodges in the new Masonic Temple in Philadelphia, was something or a wag 
ia his day, and would have his joke. One evening, as he was preparing the 
regalia, etc., for the Lodge which was to meet on that night, a man walked into 
the Lodge room, and, as the gas was not lighted, he could not see who it was 
that was intruding. The Tyler, in a gruff, loud voice, inquired, "Who is there f" 
The person answered, "A friend." The Tyler knew his voice, and, anticipating 
eome fun, cried out, "What do you want here?" at the same time unsbeathinJl' 
a eword.

The Grand Lodge or Pennsylvania, in January, 1780, nominated General 
George Washington as General Grand Master of Masons. .A silver medal was 
struck off in commemoration of the nomination. 

B. B. French, Past Grand Master of the Grand Lodge or the District or 
Columbia, presented to B. B. French Lodge, No.15, on the 3d of January,5859, 
a gavel, made by himself. The wood of the gavel is of hickory from Moool 
Y ern on, and the handle of wood cut by himself from Ashland, thus uniting iD 
that way the names of two men dear to every American patriot, and very dell 
to the Masonic fraternity, W ASBINGTON and CLAY. 

"In the spring of 1658, :\[ordecai Cnmpauna.ll, Moses Peckeckoe, Levi aod 
others, in all fifteen families, arrived at Newport from Holland. They brought 
with them the first three degrees of Masonry, and worked them in the house or 
Campaunall, and CC?Utinued to do so, they and their.ccessors, to the year 1742." 
(Peterson's History of Rhode l::iland, taken from documents now in posses.siuD 
of N.H. Gould, Esq.) 



NEW YORK. 

GRAND LODGE. 

TBB first Masonic authority in the State or New York, or which we have 
any account, was vested in George Harrison, who, by a commission bearing 
date the "Ninth day or June, 1753, under the hand and seal or John Proby, 
Bvon or Carysrort, the then Grand Master or England," appointing the said 
George Harrison Grand Master over the then Province or New York. 

Brother Harrison established by warrant a number or Lodges in this State 
and elsewhere. Among the Lodges established by him may be mentioned: St. 
John's Lodge, No.1, at New York, organized December 7th, 1757; Independ­
ent Royal Arch Lodge, No.2, also at New York, December 15th, 1760; Union, 
(now Mount Vernon,) No.3, at Albany, February 21st, 1765; St. Patrick's, 
No. 4, at Johnstown, August 23d, 1766; Solomon's, No. 6, Poughkeepsie, 
April 18th, 1771. He also established a Lodge at Detroit, April 7th, 1764, and 
one at Norwalk, Connecticut, May 22d, 1765. 

Sir William Johnson was appointed Provincial Grand Master or the "North­
ero District" of New York, in the year 1766 or 1767. He organized two or 
three Lodges during the time he held that office. 

On the 5th or September, 1781, a Provincial Grand Warrant was issued, by 
the Duke or Athol, the then Grand Master or the "Ancient Grand Lodge or 
Ragland," to Rev. William Walter, as Provincial Grand Master, John Stnd­
laolme Brownrigg, Esq., as Senior Orand Warden, and Rev. John Beardsley, as 
.Janior Grand Warden, authorizing said Brethren to open and hold a Provincial 
Grand Lodge in the Province or New York. 

The first meeting of this Provincial Grand Lodge wu held in the City of 
New York, "n the 5th or December, 1782, at which first meeting nine Lodges 
1tere represented. Six or the nine Lodges were •• Regimental Lodges," connected 
'rith the British army, then occupying the City or New York. 

At the evacuation or the City of New York by the British army, in Novem­
ber, 1783, the Regimental Lodges left the country, as also the Orand Master 
.,nd other Grand Officers. New Orand Officers were elected, and soon that 
'body threw otr its provincial character, and became an independent Grand 
Lodge. 

At first the Orand Lodge held monthly meetings, then quarterly meetings up 
to the year 1854, since wh~ Jime only annual meetings are held. 

The Orand Lodge or New York has always been the largest in the United 
(273) 
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l:ltates. It has now (December, 5860) 455 warranted Lodges under its juru 
tion, and 10 under dispensation.

Loooa, No. 227, under the jurisdiction of the Grand Lodge of Ireland, wu 
attached, by a traveling warrant which had been granted in the ye.ar 1752. lo 
the 46th Regiment or the British army, while serving in America during the 111r 
of the Revolution. The Lodge chest, at one time, says the London Freemaao01' 
Review, "fell into the hands or the Americans ; they reported the circumstance 
tn General Washington, who embraced the opportunity of testifying his estim&­
tioo or Masonry in the most marked and gratifying manner, by directing that a 
guard of honor, under a distinguished officer, should take charge of the chest, 
with many articles of value belonging to the 46th, and return them to the regi· 
ment. The surprise, the feeling or both officers and men, may be imagioed, 
when they perceived the flag of trace that announced this elegant complimeat 
from their noble opponent, but still more noble brother. The guard of honor. 
with their flutH playing a sacred march ; the chest, containing the Cooatitation 
and implements or the Craft, borne aloft, like another ark or the covenant, 
equally by Englishmen and Americans, who, lately engaged in the strife of war, 
now marched through the enfiladed ranks or the gallant regiment that, with 
presented arms and colors, hailed the glorious act by cheers, which the senti­
ment rendered sacred as \he hallelujahs or an angel's song." 

A similar courtesy was extended to this Lodge on another and subsequent 
occasion. In the year 1805, while in the island of Dominica, the 46th Regiment 
was attacked by a French force, war at that time existing between the gonrn­
ments of France and Great Britain, aud again the Lodge bad the misfortune to 
lose its chest, which was carried on board the French fleet, its captors having 
had no opportunity of discovering the nature of its contents. But, three years 
arterwo.rd, when the character or the prize had become known, the French 
government., at the earnest request or the officers who had commanded the ex­
pedition, returned the chest, with several complimentary presents, as a tribute 
from an enlightened nation to the excellence and sacred character of the 
Masonic institution. 

In 1834, the warrant or constitution of this Lodge was renewed by the Grand 
Lodge or Ireland, OD which occasion these interesting incidents in its history 
were elicited from the records. 

or the ultimate fate of a Lodge whose vicissitudes in war form so interesting 
a portion of the aono.ls of Freemasonry, it is fortunate that we can furnish the 
history. The Lodge became again dormant, bot was revived on the 28th or 
March,l848, and established permanently, in Montreal, as "The Lodge of Social 
and Military Virtues, No. 227," on the registry of the Grand Lodge of Ireland-

In 1779, His Royal Highness, Omdit-ol.Omrah Bahander, eldest son of til­
Nabob or the Carnatic, was initiated into the Masonic Order, in the Lodge­

:aue them to be better men. However praiseworthy such motives arc, and 
tcnreYer sincere the brother may be who desires that his friend may become a 
lluon in order to eff'ect his reformation, yet experience has pro\'ed, and the re­
orda of every Masonic Lodge show, that the influence of our teachings are not 
a5eient to elevate the man of low propensities and evil habits. Such is not 
he design or Freemasonry, and therefore dou not attempt it j from which the 
euooable inference must be drawn, that according to the Landmark only the 
rood and true most be admitted members. All strife, wrangling, and want of 
aarmony among the brethren are caused by the intreduction of unsuitable 
~&&erial into the Order. The laws of Freemasonry are sufficient, if rigidly lived 
ap to, to preserve the Institution harmonious. They provide that none or tbe 
'ICOmmenders of an applicant shall be the committee of investigation. The 
'eCOmmenders of applicants are mostly friends to the applicant and would be 
»iMed iD his favor. But the committee of investigation can act with perfect 
iberly aod without bias, if they do their duty as the7 ought to. Soliciting 
._benhip is wrong in principle, and injurious to the peace and harmony of 
Jle Order.

GRAND LODGE. 

TaB early history or Freemasonry in Pennsyh·ania, as in all of the older 
Masonic jurisdictions in the United States, is involved in obscurity. It ia 
certain that a Masonic Lodge existed in Philadelphia in 5732, ud the gazettes, 
the only authority existing upon the subject, state that a Grand Lodge wu 
held in 5732, at the "Tun Tavern," on the cast side or Water Street, bet1reeD 
Walnut and Chestnut Streets, the fashionable hotel or the time. We give below 
a copy or a letter written by Benjamin Franklin to Henry Price, dated NoYelll· 
ber 28th, 5734t who, as the letter shows, wrote to Brother Price immediately 
on receiving information, unofficially, that his powers as Provincial Orand 
Master or "Newengland" were extended O\"er all .America. This letter, corro­
borating the notices in the gazettes, is conclusive that a Grand Lodge existed 
in Philadelphia at that time; and that it held its meetings annually, aDd at 
which it elected its officers. This letter was written by Brother Frauldin to 
congratulate Brother Price upon his appointment as Provincial Orand Muter 
over all America; and be, as Grand Master or his Grand Lodge, wishing to be 
satisfied of the legality of his, Brother Price's, appointmt>nt, requested him to 
send copies or his first deputation, and also copies or the document in which hia 
powers were enlarged, legally attested by his W ardcns and signed by the Secre­
tary. It will also be noticed that Brother Franklin waived none of his rights u 
Grand MR.Ster, but insisted that only in the presence or a superior officer the 
chair or the Grand Master or Pennsylvania would be yielded. Ir, as is generally 
believed, and as is stated in the Book or Constitutions or the Gr&Dd Lodp 
or Massachusetts, published in 5798, Brother Price granted a warrant for a 
Lodge to certain brethren in Philadelphia, ud or which Brother Franklin wu 
Master, it could not have been the firlt Lodge established in Philadelphia. I& 
will also be seen that Brother Franklin signs himself, B. Franklin, U. M. 

"For Mr. Henry Price, at the Brazen Read • 

.. RIGHT w. G. MASTER AND DBAR BRETHREN:-

"WE acknowledge your favor or the twenty-third or October put, and rejoice 
that the Grand Master (whom God bless) hath so happily recovered from hia 
late indisposition; and we now, glass in hand, drink to the establishment of lail 
health and to the prosperity or your whole Lodge. 

"We have seen in the Boston prints an article or news from London, import. 
ing that at a Grand Lodge held there in August last, Mr. Price's deputatioa 
and power was extl'nded over all America, which ad\"ice we hope is true, and we 
heartily congratulate him thereupon ; and though this has not been as yet rega­
luly signified to us by you, yet, giving credit thereto, we think it our duty to lay 

. (354) 
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before your Lodge what we apprehend needfal to be done (or as, in order to 
promote and strengthen the interest of Masonry in this province, (which seems 
&o want the aanction of aome authority derived from home, to give the proceed­
ings and determinatiooa of oar Lodges their due weight,) to wit: a deputation 
or charter granted by the R. W. Mr. Price, by virtue or his commission from 
Britain, confirming the brethren of Pennsylvania in the privileges they at present 
enjoy, o( holding annually their Grand Lodge, choosing their Grand Master, 
W ardeoa, and other officers who may mapage all aft'airs relating to the brethren 
here, with full power and authority, according to customs and usages or Masons, 
the said G. M. of Pennsylvania only yielding his chair when the G. M. of all 
America shall be in place. This, if it seem good and reasonable to you to grant, 
will not only be extremely agreeable to us, but will also, we are confident, con­
dace much to the welfare, establishment, and reputation of Masonry in these 
parta. 

"We therefore submit it to your consideration ; and as we hope our request will 
be complied with, we desire that it may be done as soon as possible, and also 
accompanied with a copy or the R. W. Grand Master's first deputation, and 
o( the instrument by which it appears to be enlarged as above mentioned, 
witnessed by your Warden& and signed by the Secretary. For which favors, 
UU. Lodge doubt not or being able so to behave as not to be ungrateful. 

"We are, Right W orshipfal Grand Master and brethren, your aft'ectionate 
brethren and obliged humble servants. 

" Signed at the request of the Lodge. 
"B. FRANKLIN, G. M. 

"Pha1adelphia, Nov. 28th, 1734." 

It waa in the year 5734 that Brother Franklin "reprinted in Philadelphia. by 
apecial order, for the use or the brethren in North America," the 5723 edition 
ot Anderson's Constitution, and which was the first Masonic book printed in 
.America. 

In 5735 the Grand Lodge changed ita quarters from the Too Tavern to the 
Indian King, at the corner of Biddle's .Alley, in Market Street below Third. 

On the lOth of July, 5749, Thomas Oxnard, Esq., who bad received the 
appointment of Provincial Grand Master of North America, appointed Benja­
min Franklin, Esq., provincial Grand Master of Pennsylvania, with authority to 
appoint the other Grand Officers, to hold a Grand Lodge, issue warrants, etc. 
Under this warrant, a Grand Lodge was held oa the 5th or September, 6749, at 
the "Royal Standard," on Market Street near Second ; and Grand Master 
Franklin appointed Dr. Thomas Bond, D. G. M.; Joseph Shippen, S. G. W.; 
Philip Syng, J. G. W.; William Plumsted, G. Treas.; Daniel Byles, G. Sec. 
At the aame meeting a warrant was granted for a new Lodge in the City of 
Philadelphia to James Pogreen and others. At a communication of the Grand 
Lodge, held March 13th, 5750, William Allen, Esq., Recorder of the City of 
Philadelphia, presented his commission from the Grand Lodge or England, 
appointing him Provincial Grand Master. His commission was recognized, 
and be appointed Benjamin Franklin Deputy Grand Master. The record from 
which we extract the above states, "As far as the minutes or the modern Grand 
Lodge go, Dr. Franklin waa never absent from a meeting." 

... 
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Soon aft.er this time the craft built themselves a hall on the site of the old 
Bank of Pennsylvania, on Second near Walnut Street. The building, whic11 
was or brick, was finished about the year 5754, and was inaugurated with mach 
ceremony. Lodge Alley, now called Gold Street, took its name from thia 
building. There is a record that Lodge No.2, in Philadelphia, was constituted 
in 5758. 

In the year 5764, (an old record in our posseBBion says 5761,) a patent for 1 

Provincial Grand Lodge was issued tG William Ball and others by the Grand 
Lodge or Ancient Masons in London. The record in our possession states that 
the charter granted to William Ball was "No. 1 in Pennsylvania and No. 89 in 
England, and registered in the Grand Lodge, London, vol iii., letter C., and 
bears date July 14th, 5761. It is signed by Kelly, (Thomas Erskine, Earl 
Kelly, Viscount Fenton, etc.,) G. Master; Wm. Osborn, D. G. Master; William 
Dickey, 8. G. Warden; J . Gibson,J. G. Warden; Law. Dermott, G. Secretary." 

The prior patents and authorities iBBued to Pennsylvania were f'rom the 
Grand Lodge of so-called Mod~rn Masons. It would seem that a Graud 
Lodge of Ancient and Modern Masons existed in Pennsylvania at this time, aa 
it e.ppears on the minutes of the Grand Lodge of England, held on November 
17th, 5760, that "-- Franklyn, Esq., Provincial Grand Master or Phila­
delphia," was then present in his official capacity. The record also continues 
in its enumeration or .officers present, " -- Franklyn, Esq., Provincial Grand 
Secretary of Philadelphia." 

During the occupancy of Philadelphia by the British, tn the war oflndepeod­
ence, it is supposed the records of Masonry were destroyed or carried otr. On 
the 20th of December, 5779, Brother Ball, as Grand Muter, convened a Grand 
Lodge for the purpose of reorganization, at which an election was held, and 
Brother Ball was elected Grand Muter. There was a public procession and 
installation on that occasion, and a sermon by the Rev. Brother William Smith, 
who was appointed Grand Secretary. At a special communication of the Grand 
Lodge, in January, 5780. resolutions were adopted favorable to the establish­
m~nt of a General Grand Lodge, and General Washington recommended as its 
first General Grand Master. On the 25th or September, 5786, a communicatioo 
of the Grand Lodge was held, at which thirteen Lodges were represented, and 
after maiure deliberation, the following resolution was unanimously paaaed : 
"Re~olved, That it is improper that the Grand Lodge or Pennsylvania do 
remain any longer under the authority of a foreign Grand Lodge." The Grand 
Lodge then closed sine die. 'fhe Convention assembled on the following day, 
26th September, 5786, and unanimously resolved that the Lodges under the 
jurisdiction of the Grand Lodge of Pennsylvania, lately holden as a Provincial 
Urand Lodge, under the authority or the Grand Lodge of England, should, and 
they did, form themselves into a Grand Lodge, to be called "The Grand Lodge 
of Pennsylvania, and Masonic jurisdiction thereunto belonging," to be held ia 
the City or Philadelphia. Since that time the Grand Lodge of Pennsylvaaia 
has pursued the even tenor of its way quietly and in harmony, and although at 
times affected by the discordant elements or society, it has never swerved from 
its line or duty, and has always m.Untained a high position among ita aiater 
Grand Lodges. 

The Grand Lodge of Pennsylvania consists of the Grand and Past Grand 
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()II cera, Past Masters, and Masters and Wardens of its constituent Lodges. 
The Grand Lodge holds four Quarterly Communications, on the first Mondays 
ot March, June, September, and December, and a Grand Communication on the 
iwenty-seventh of December. Its Communications are held in the City of 
Philadelphia. The revenue of the Grand Lodge is derived from the following 
eourcea:-

There are 173 subordinate Lodges in Pennsylvania. The retums of 151 
Lodges, for the year 5858, give the number of Members, 11,983; and the number 
Admitted during the year, 454 ; the number Initiated, 1225 ; Rejections, 168 ; 
and Suspensions and Expulsions, 518. The receipts of the Grand Lodge for 
the year ending N O\"ember 15th, 5859, were $33,423 63. 

At an election held on Monday evening, December 3d, 5860, the following

DEDICATIOlf OF LODGES. 

TuR dedication or .Masonic Lodges Wa! unknown until about the beginning of 
the present century. A great change was made in the work about that time, 
and particularly in the introduction of a reference to St. John, or the Sts. John, 
in the ritual ; and, in order to appear to be consistent, a falsehood waa fabricated, 
by asserting that in ancient times Masonic Lodges were dedicated to Solomon, and 
afterward to Zerubbabel. 'l'he most positive evidence exists that Lodges never 
were dedicated at all until about seventy years ago, and certainly not to either 
Solomon or Zerubbabel. The introduction or the above fiction necessitated the 
fabrication of others found in most Monitors and Charts, particularly all that is 
said about St. John the Evangelist being a Freemason, and assuming the 
government of the Craft in his old age. The authors of .Manuals, Charts, and 
pretended rituals or .Masonry are responsible for the introduction or those fic­
tions in the work, and therefore, if there were no other reasons, these publica­
t.ioDB ought to be discarded by the Craft.

It ia somewhat singular that we have been unable, after the most diligent 
application, to obtain any information in regard to Councils or Royal and 
Select Masters in Maryland, and believe that ~ere is no such organization in 
that State. That Providence Council was formerly under Maryland, we think 
is an error. We would like to have some light on the subject. 

GEDRAL WOOSTBJL 

Gsna.u D"' vm W oosTxa was hom at Stratford, Conn., in the year 1711, and 
graduated at Yale College in 1738. Soon after leaving College, be engaged in 
the military service or his country, and was a captain in the ezpedition againat 
Louisburg in 1745. In the French war, be se"ed as colonel of a regiment, and 
subsequently as brigadier-general, which office he held at the close or that war. 
In the war of the .American Revolution, he was appointed by the General .A.a­
aembly or Connecticut to the chief command of the troops raised for the defense 
of the State. In 1776, he was appointed major-general in the Connecticut ser­
vice, and was distinguished for his skill and bravery until hia death, which hap­
pened the 2d or May, 1777, having been mortally wounded by a moaket-ball, 
while leading his men to an attack on the British troops. near Danbury. Be 
was the contemporary or Washington, Franklin, and Lafayette. Be was made 
a :Mason in early life, and was the first to procure a charter for a Masonic Lodge 
in Connecticut. Of this Lodge he was the first Master, elected in the year 
1750, and was continued in the same honorable station until hia seal for hia 
country induced him to leave the peaceful walks of civil life and take up the 
aword in the cause of liberty, which sword be did not relinquish until called to 
yield hia lite on the field or battle. 
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ABTI-KASOUC IlfCIDDT. 

Taz anti-Masonic period was prolific with mountebanks and impostors, who 
went traveling up and down, to and fro, through the land, lecturing upon the 
subject of Freemasonry, and having exhibitions, in which they pretended to go 
through with the Masonic ceremonies as they were performed in a Masonic 
Lodge, in the making or Masons. These exhibitions were often the scene of 
much merriment, as those who were Freemasons generally went to these per· 
formances, and the admission fee or a shilling or a quarter or a dollar cheaply 
purchased the great amount or fun they enjoyed. The exhibitors and actors in 
these novel performances were rarely thoso who had ever been in a Masonic 
Lodge; they obtained all their information from books, Of which a great nom. 
ber were published at the time, and these they took for granted were true expo. 
anrea of the Masonic secrets. 

In one or the towns in the weatem part of the State of New York one or 
these exhibitors fnade his appearance, and in a large placard, colored and illus­
trated, announced that be intended to go through the whole of the ceremonies 
or the three first degrees of Freemasonry, and in\'ited the public-men, women, 
and children, Masons and non-Masons- to attend. Price of admission 
twenty.five cents. On the first night of the exhibition there were just twenty 
persons present; amount of receipts five dollars, which did not pay the expense 
of the room for one evening; and the greater portion of those who were there 
were Freemasons. The next night the exhibitor thought to do better, as he 
anated that the Freemasons were highly pleased with his performances. The truth 
is, the Masons took particular pains to go tG those who were so violently opposed 
to the institution, and recommended them to go to the exhibition if they had 
any curiosity to know the Masonic secrets. 

The next night there were just twelve persona there, eleven of whom were 
Freemasons. The exhibitor delayed going through the performance till a late 
hour, a!ld then, disheartened and discouraged, be proposed postponing the exhi­
bition until the next evening. Aa be said nothing about returning the money 
which each had paid to be admitted, those inside expressed themselves as being 
very desirous to be enlightened upon ao interesting a subject before they left, 
and among those who were moat anxious was the non-Mason; be could not 
think or leaving without being in poasesaion or the much~oveted secret. .As 
this one was so importunate and determined, the exhibitor finally told him that 
he would commence, but it was necessary that one of the party should act u 
the candidate to be initiated. The twelve put it to vote among themselves who 
ahould be the candidate, and the non-Mason was selected. The exhibitor band­
aged his eyes, and seated him on a chair. At this point the eleven lert the 
room, as they had beforehand agreed; and the exhibitor, finding he had no audi­
tors, took his leave also, having first told the candidate to remain seated for a 
littl11 while. As all was quiet, the candidate finally ventured to apeak, but, re. 
ceiving no reply, he removed the handkerchief from his eyes and found himself 
alone. He never could be convinced but that it was a plot of the Freemasons 
to play a trick upon him and cheat him out of twenty-five cents.

This ia a qualil­
cation which Freemasonry requires ; not a simple belief in the moral code, but 
the actual evidence in the blameless and virtuous life of those who aspire to ita 
mysteries. There are those, as daily experience teaches ua. who make loud 
boaatinga of their belief in the Sacred Volume, whose lips utter blasphemy, 
who defraud the widow and the fatberleu, who are inebriates, who violate the 
sanctity of the family hearth, who commit every crime against God and Man. 
Would to God that our time-honored Order bad always been tree from the 
polluting contamination of the evil-doers. It ia not an atJOtoed btl~ in the 
Great I .Am, the kind and good Father, whose mercies extend over all his 
works, and who holds in his banda the destinies of all men, that restrains the 
wicked in his wickedness, as Freemasonry baa sad caUBe to know ; and if the 
thought of that Superintending Power, before whom we tremble as we write, and 
the stoutest quail, ia not sufficient to cause those who profess to belieTe in Hill 
holy name to do right, can it be supposed that subscribing to a belief in Bill 
holy Law will be more potent and eft'ective in causing the weak and the bad to 
fear and love him t Freemasonry requires a belief in the existence of a Supreme 
Being, for the reason that he who assumes ita obligations baa at least the fear 
of God to prevent him from violating his sacred pledges. This belief all must 
avow who partake of our mysteries. So far an avowel of belief ia neceaaary, 
and no farther. .As to the morality of the Order, or the moral precepts con­
tained in the Sacred Volume, as these are the highest standard of moral duty 
and obligation, Freemasonry demands that those who would be united with na 
in the honda of brotherhood must be good men, moral men, who have lim ia 
conformity to the precepts and teachings of the Book of the Law.

What could, then, have prompted them, if not its pure princi­
ples, its high moral tenchings, and its practical charities 7 It does not change 
the character of Freemasonry, nor can it be chargeable to its principles t~ 
some bad men are admitted into the Order. Such necessarily must be the case 
with all institutions governed by imperfect man ; but in judging the institution, 
1 be excrescences should not be the criterion, by no means: these once attached 
to the Order, fraternal sympathy demands that every exertion shall be made to 
purge them and make them clean. The institution should alone be judged by 
the good and virtuous of its membership, as these would not continue their at­
tachment to it if its teachings and precepts were not conformable to the strictest 
morality. That men of irreproachable character, of sterling integrity, and sound 
and pure morals, do continue their connection with the institution, labor to pro­
mote its prosperity, bestow their time and attention in extending its principles, 
and feel a pride in their association with the Order, is the strongest evidence or 
the purity of its principles, its high moral teachings, and practical philanthropy. 
The popularity of Freema~~onry is mainly owing to the excellence or its teach­
ings and its pure morality, which accord with the internal perceptions of all 
good and true men, and hence its wide extension throughout the civilized 
world. 
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GRAND LODGE. 

Tna: Grand Lodge of Texas was organized December 20th, 5837. The 
Annual Communications of the Grand Lodge of Texas have been held alter­
nately in eastern, middle, and western Texas. The Annnal Communication in 
June, 5860, was held at Lagrange, Fayette County. Its next Annual Communi­
cation will be held at Houston, June lOth, 5861. By a resolution adopted in 
5857, the Grand Lodge is to be permanently located at its Grand Communica­
tion in 5861. Its Sessions commence on the second Monday in June. The 
Grand Lodge consists of the Grand Officers and District Deputy Grand Masters, 
Past Grand and Past Deputy Grand Mastel'S, and Past Grand Wardens, Past 
Masters, and Masters and Wardens or its constituent Lodges, and the surviving 
original members of the Grand Lodge at its organization on the 20th or Decem­
ber, 5837. 

The revenue of the Grand Lodge is derived from the following sources :-

The Grand Lodge had chartered since its organization 252 Lodges, 28 or 
which have ceased to exist; 13 of the remaining 224 Lodges made no returns at 
the Annual Communication in June, 5860. The 211 Lodges which made re­
turns sum up as follows : Initiations, 941 ; Passings, 793; Raisings, 736 ; Affilia­
tions, 525 ; Dimitted, 443; Expulsions, 24; Suspensions, 105 ; Rejections, 439 ; 
Deaths, 135; Total number or Members returned, 8215; Dues paid, $795~

EARLY mBTORY OF IIA.SONRY Ill TEXAS. 

WE copy the following very interesting article from the reprint of "Proceed­
ings of Grand Lodge of Texas," published by the R. W. Grand Secretary, A.. 8. 
RuTHYEN. 

"As I took an active part in laying the first foundations of Freemasonry ill 
this country, originated, and was personally present at, the first meeting ever held 
here, and cognizant of the earliest steps taken for the organization or a Lodge, 
I place upon record the following facts, which may be or interest, perhaps, to 
the fraternity hereafter, and would otherwise be lost, as I am now the only one 
living of the five brethren who originated Holland Lodge. 

"In the winter of 1834-5, five Master Masons, who bad made themaelm 
known to each other, consulted among themselves, and, after various intervie111 
and muc.b deliberation, resolved to take measures to establish a Lodge or their 
Order in Texas. This resolution was not formed without a full appreciation of 
its consequences to the individuals concerned. Every movement in Te:~:as wu 
watched at that time with jealousy and distrust by the Mexican government, 
and already had its spies and emissaries denounced some of our best citizens u 
factionists and disaffected persona; already were the future intended victims of 
a despotic power being selected. It was well known that Freemasonry was 
particularly odious to the Catholic priesthood, whose influence in the country at 
that time was all-powerful. The dangers, therefore, attendant upon an organi­
zation of Masons at this time, which was 'trying men's souls,' were neither few 
nor unimportant. But zeal for a beloved institution, a belief that it would be 
beneficial at a period when society seemed especially to need some fraternal bonds 
to unite them together, predominated ; all fears of personal consequences were 
thrown aside, and the resolution to establish a Lodge, as above mentioned, wu 
adopted. The five brethren were John H. Wharton, Aaa Brigham, James A. 
E. Phelps, Alexander Russell, and Anson Jones, and they appointed a time and 
place of meeting to concert measures to carry their resolution into efJ'ect. In 
the mE"an time another Master Mason came into their plans,-Brother J. P. 
Caldwell. The place of meeting was back of the town of Brazoria, near the 
place known as General John Austin's, in a little grove of wild peach or laurel, 
and which had been selected as a family burying-ground by that distinguished 
soldier and citizen. The spot was secluded, and out of the way of' coWIIDB and 
eaves-droppers,' and they felt they were al<Fne. Here, and under such circum­
stances, at ten o'clock in the morning of a day in March, 1835, was held the first 
formal Masonic meeting in Texas, as connected with the establishment and con­
tinuance of Masonry in this country. The six brethren I have mentioned were 
all present there; and it was concluded to apply to the Grand Lodge or Loui&­
iana for a Dispensat,·on to form and open a Lodge, to be called Holland Lodge, 
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in honor to the then M. W. G. Master of that body, J. H. Holland. The fonda 
were raised by a contribution to defray the expenses, to which each contributed 
aa he felt willing and able. A petition was in due time drawn up and signed by 
them, which was forwarded to New Orleans, having been previously signed by 
another Master Mason, Brother W. )). C. Hall, and perhaps one or two more; 
but of this I do not recollect. The officers named in the petition were-for 
W. M., Anson Jones; S. W., Asa Brigham; J. W., J.P. Caldwell, who filled 
those offices, respectively, until the close of 1837. The Dispensation was 
granted, after some delay,·to these Brethren, and Holland Lodge, No. 36, U. D., 
was instituted and opened at Brazoria, on the 27th of December, 1835. Brother 
Phelps was chosen Treasurer, and M. C. Patton, Secretary; the other officers I 
do not recollect. The Lodge held its meetings at Brazoria, in the second story 
of the old Court-house, which room was afterward occupied by St.. John's 
Lodge, No. 5. About this time the difficulties with Mexico broke out into open 
hostilities, and our work was very much retarded by that circumstance, and by 
the members having to be absent in the service of the country. Still, there 
were a few others, from time to time, introduced into the Order, either by re­
ceiving the degrees or by affiliation. The Lodge struggled on until February, 
1836, when I presided over its last meeting at Brazoria. I well recollect the 
night, and the fact that Brother Fannin, who one month after became so cele­
brated for his misfortunes and those of his unfortunate party at Goliad, acted as 
Senior Deacon. It seemed, indeed, that the gloom which prevailed in the Lodge 
that night was a foreshadowing of its and their unhappy fate, which was so soon 
to overtake both. 

"In March, Brazoria was abandoned. Urea soon after took posseBEion of the 
place at the head of a detachment of the Mexican army, and the records, books, 
jewels, and everything belonging to the Lodge were utterly destroyed by them, 
and our members were scattered in every direction. Brothers Wharton, Phelps, 
and myself, joined the Texan troops on the Colorado, about the 18th of March. 
In the mean time, the Grand Lodge of Louisiana had issued a Charter for Bol­
land Lodge, No. 36, and it was brought over to Texas by Brother John M. 
Allen. This, together with some letters from the Grand Secretary, was banded 
to me by Brother Allen, on the prairie between Groce's and San Jacinto, while 
we were on the march, and carried by me in my saddle-bags to the encampment 
of the army on Buft"alo Bayou, at Lynchburg. Had we been beaten here, Santa 
Anna would have captured the Charter of Bolland Lodge, at San Jacinto, aa 
Urea had the Dispensation for it, at Brazoria. Such an event, however, was 
impossible. The Charter and papers were taken safely to Brazoria; but, as the 
members bad been lessened in numbers by death, or scattered in the army, and 
elsewhere in the service of the country, no attempt was ever made to revive the 
work of the Lodge at that place. 

"In October, 1837, however, it was reopened by myself and othera, at the 
City of Houston, having then been in existence about two years. 

" In the mean time two other Lodges, with charters from the Grand Lodge of 
Louisiana, were established in Texas,-Milam, at Nacogdoches, and McFarlane, 
at San Augustine. Delegates from these, and from Bolland Lodge, met in 
Convention at Houston, in the winter of 1837-8, and the Grand Lodge of the 
Republic was formed. By advice and direction or this body, the three aubordi-

nate Lodges transferred their allegiance from Louisiana to their oWD Grand 
Lodge, surrendered their Charters to Louisiana, and received others from 
Texas; and Holland Lodge, No. 36, onder the former, became Holland Lodge, 
No. 1, onder the Grand Lodge of the Lone Star Republic. By this course, the 
causes or the many difficulties which have amicted so many or the Grand Lodgee 
of the United States were considered and obviated in the formation of the Grand 
Lo~ge of Texas. 

"Holland Lodge, No. 36, was the only one established in Teua prior to the 
Revolution which separated her from Mexico. 

"Such is a brief but faithful sketch of the first establishment of Freema&OilrJ 
in Texas. It was founded, like oor political institutions, amid the stem con­
comitants or adversity and war, but its foundations were laid broad and deep; 
and upon them bas been raised a superstructure of strength and beauty, symme. 
trical in its proportions and vast in its dimensions, which I trust will rise • uqtU 

ad astra,' and continue as a beacon to guide and cheer worthy Masons on their 
joumey of life, and against which the wasting storms of time shall beat in vain, 
and the restless waves of persecution dash themselves to destruction in angrr 
foam ; while the presiding genius of the institution, from its lofty walls aball 
ever continue to exclaim, in emphatic tones, to be heard by all,-Eaat, West, 
North, and South,-

lP we come to consider the close relation existing between man aud his fellow. 
beings, we can hardly conceive it poBBible in human nature not to recognize ud 
acknowledge benefits received at the hands of others. Man is allied to his fellow. 
man by sympathy and affection, which continually flow from the Divine Parent 
in streams of love and pure benefaction.

For it can hardly be believed that any man impressed with the divine 
image, was so deficient in those faculties of perception which are of the divine 
nature, as not to realize kindness, sympathy, and good acts done to him by his 
fellow-man. · Gratitude is an acknowledgment of the sense we have of the 
obligation for favors received. Those who possess not that divine quality, or 
perception of a sensibility of kindneBS, or favors received at the banda of maD• 

cannot possibly be sensible of t.he obligations due to God. It is only as we 
manifest the divine nature within us in our intercourse with our fellow-mao, 
that we manifest our appreciation of the attributes of the Deity. We cannot be 
ungrateful or insensible to the kindness of man, and be grateful to the Dh·ine 
Parent. If we have a realizing sense of our obligations to God, we will manifest 
a corresponding sense of obligation to our fellow-man. Our actions aud conduct 
toward our brother man is the only criterion whereby man can judge of the 
perceptions he has of the attributes and perfections of Deity. Notwithstand­
ing the universal detestation and abhorrence, by all benevolent and genero111 
minds, of ingratitude, yet, perhaps, there is no imperfection in man which ought 
to ca11 forth more freely the genial sympathies than this defect of an ungrateful 
nature; because, how gloomy and void of all that contributes to the real happi­
ness of man must that soul be who cannot enjoy the gifts of the Creator, realize 
the beauties of nature, or the divine qualities in man, nor invoke grateful aspira­
tions to God for the great boon of life and an immortality of existence I It is in 
every station of life that we find men of a thankless and ungrateful nature, 
among church and lay men, professors and non-professors of religion, among 
all classes and conditions, from the highest to the lowest; and as man CIUinot 
conceal the prominent traits of his nature from those with whom he is in con­
stant association, it is sufficient for us to remark that an ungrateful man cannot 
possibly realize or appreciate the principles of our Order, and as such cannot • 
participate in the benefactions of the institution, much less in those kindly 
sympathies and communion of soul with soul, congenial to the generona and 
good. Such ought never to be admitted within the sacred aanctu.,.,. of Muonry.

b years gone by, say forty or more, there lived in the City of Gotham, a 
jolly good host whose physical man betokened that he was no idle workman at 
seasons or refreshment, and his full face denoted that good humor and a relish 
for jokes whetted his appetite for bibibles as well as eatables. This jolly good 
host was a Freemason, and his hotel was a resort for the members of the Crafl. 
to while away their leisure time, where they were received with a smiling welcome, 
and their indulgences seasoned with a happy jest or some lively anecdote. 
Among the members of the Lodge to which our good hoet was attached was 
one, a tailor by profession, who fully equaled him in pranks and jokes, and 
when these two met some mischief was sure to be concocted, ljpme plan devised 
for merriment at some other's expense. .Among the inmates or the hotel was 
a very worthy young man, a mechanic, employed in the neighborhood, boarding 
there for convenience. This young man had a desire to learn the mysteries or 
Freemasonry, and requested the landlord to advise him the course to pursue, to 
which he readily agreed, as the young man was every way worthy to become a 
member of the fraternity. The application was made, and everything wu 
satisfactory.. Prior to his initiation, he concluded to make his debut in the 
Lodge in a new outfit, and he engaged a new suit from our jolly good tailor, to 
be finished on the night of his initiation. The tailor being cognizant of hia 
customer's application to be made a Mason, and divining the purpose for which 
the suit of clothes was ordered, be, at the suggestion ofthe host, devised a plan 
for some sport on the occasion. 'l'he worthy host's wife it was known had 
some curious views concerning the Mystic Order, and believed it was not 
altogether for beneficial or charitable purposes the Masons met in their Lodges. 
The tailor prepared a piece of cloth, and scorched it in stripes as if it bad been 
burnt on a gridiron; this be neatly basted on the seat or the pantaloons. The 
clothes arrived in due time, and soon incased the physical man of the candidate 
for initiation. He presented himself before the host before going to the Lodge, 
who, in the presence of his better half, appearing to admire very much the new 
suit, and inspecting the lower part of his coat, he remarked, "How very con­
siderate !" loud enough for his spouse to bear, and then left the bouse accom­
panied by the candidate. The ne.J:t day the clothing was closely examined, and 
before the close of the week, there were few of the lady acquaintances, whose 
husbands were known to be Masons, who did not see those pantaloons. It must 
not be supposed there were no secret conversations in relation to making 
Masons after retiring at night, between the good host and his better half. She, 
good soul, serious and moralizing. He unable to contain his laughter, and 
striving to prevent giving offense. The circumstance gave occasion for much 
talk among the good wives in the neighborhood. In due time the piece of cloth 
which had created no little e.J:citcment was removed, and the young man 
remained in ignorance of the practical joke ; the subject being of a delicate 
nature, could not be communicated to him by those who believed him to have 
been a victim to some cruel ceremony. It was this circumstance which gave 
such e.J:tensive currency to the belief that a heated gridiron was a necessary 
implement in Masonic initiation.

The "Charges or a Freemason," 
which from remotest time have come down to us unchanged, and which are not 
subject to change, declare in the commencement of the first article: "A Mason 
is obliged, by his tenure, to obey the moral law." That is the standard by which 
every Freemason is to be jndged-by that standard every Freemason most 
judge his brother Masons; and those whose lives do not square with that test 
must be considered as morally defective, morally maimed, violators of voluntarily 
assumed obligations and the laws of God. It is the duty of each member or 
the fraternity, by his own example, by a virtuous and goodly life, to give evidence 
that be bas not assumed his obligations in vain ; but that his conduct is squared 
by the teachings or the institution and the divine laws upon which these teach­
ings are based. It is idle to suppose that a man can be an honest and true 
Freemason who does not obey the moral law; nay, further, a Freemason :who 
does not give evidence by his conduct and conversation that he has been 
benefited by the teachings of Freemasonry, in being a better man than he was 
before his initiation, cannot have been true to himself nor the institution. The 
object of Freemasonry is to advance its membership morally and intellectually. 

A man cannot be a Freemason unless he is a good man. In becoming a 
member or the fraternity it is expected that he will observe the teachings of the 
institution, advance onward in the path of virtue, and grow better and wiser as 
be travels through life. This is expected of each and every member or the 
fraternity, so that the united membership or the institution by the influence of 
their examples will exercise a corresponding influence upon the people of the 
world, and thus manifest that the principles or Freemasonry are good, and that 
by living conformably to them we become better men, better citizens, better 
husbands, and better fathers and brothers.

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JUDGE KILDLY. 

A FaunsoN ought always to be governed by generous impulses, and judge 
mildly of the faults of his brethren, and by gentle measures endeavor to inspire 
the erring with noble and just sentiments. A Freemason ought not upon 107 
occasion to speak disrespectfully of his brother in his absence, no matter what 
the fault may be or the grievance. It is unworthy at all times to speak evil or 
the absent ; no generous mind will be guilty of an act so base, and no one who 
has bowed at our mystic altars, who appreciates his obligations, and the honor 
of his connection with the institution, will so far forget himself as to apeak in 
detriment to the character of another who has also knelt at ·the shrine of ~ 
masonry. 

It is not always that those are in the wrong whom we suppose so, and none 
but a higher Power can know the struggles the weak and erring may baYe 
in combating circumstances and inclinations which impel them to err. There 
may be more virtue in the weak restraining their desires, the man or strong 
passions in fighting against indulgence, the hungered in abstaining from appro­
priating the goods of others, than in large contributions or the wealthy for 
benevolent purposes. The man whose means place him above the temptation or 
want, whose education and affinities prevent him from associating with the 
depraved, or those whose will and determination are sufficiently strong to hold 
their passions in subjection, may never know, may neYer be able to appreciate 
the moral and mental struggles of those dilferently organized or circumstanced. 

The poor brother unable to pay his Lodge dues, to pay small debts, incurred 
perhaps to sustain life, to pay even his subscription, may possess a noble spirit, 
and be true and honest before God and angels. Man is scarcely competent to 
judge his fellow-man, because he is unable to fathom the secret arcana of mo­
tives and inward impulses which prompt him to act. We do not speak or the 
open violator of law, those who set at defiance the rights and obligations of man 
and society; for such are not, cannot be Freemasons. But as Masons are onl7 
men, and no one ever entered the portals of Masonry without having at least one 
friend, a guide, and therefore must have posseased some good traits, let. us at 
least be merciful in our judgment; if misfortune has robbed such a one, the 
humblest among us, of his wealth, and be is reduced to poverty and want, or if, 
unable to resist temptations against which he may long and ardently have 
struggled, be finally was overcome ~nd yielded, let our judgment be tempered 
with mercy; do not scorn him, do not spurn him from society, do not crush him 
so that he may not rise again. Masonry is charity, heaven.bom and sympa­
thizing charity, and the noblest and most acceptable or its duties, those which 
are rewarded with the highest meed in the court of angela and seraphs, are the 
kind words spoken, the gentle admonition and good counsel, the timely aid, and 
the ennobling inspirations to elevate, improve, and arouse the drooping energies 
or the lowly and fallen.

ROYAL ARCH CHAPTERS. 

Tn rollowing brief history will not be unacceptable to the Craft. 
The degrees now known aa the Chapter degrees are all modern. The Royal 

Arch degree, the firlt or the Chapter degrees, waa originated about the year 
5738, in England, where it always baa been, and ia at this time the fourth degree 
in Masonry; and in the United States, where the degree was introduced soon 
after ita adoption, it wu the fourth degree until near the close or the laat cen­
tury, the degrees or Mark :Master, Past :Muter, and Moat Excellent :Muter 
haYing previously no place in the Masonic system. The Royal Arch degree, 
prior to the formation of Grand Chapters, wu worked under the authority or a 
Blue Lodge warrant, permiaaion being granted by the Grand Lodges, it being a 
principle of Masonry universally recognized and baaed upon the soundest prin­
ciples of philosophy, that in Symbolic :Masonry, the only branch of the order 
then e:liating, and in the Grand Lodges was vested the control and all the 
powers of the government of Masonry, or, according to the Constitution of the 
Orand Lodge of Pennaylvania, "the Grand Lodge ia the only true and legiti­
mate source of :Masonic authority." In it, the Grand Lodge, inhered the goYero­
ment of the entire system of Masonry. Upon the principle just stated, the 
Grand Lodge of Pennaylvania, in the year 5i95, authorized the formation of a 
Grand Chapter within ita jurisdiction, the firlt Grand Chapter formed in thia 
country, yet subject. to the Masonic control of the Grand Lodge. 

In the year 5797, the only Royal Arch Chapters in the United States were 
aa follows :- · 

There were two Chapters in :Maaaachusetta. .. six " Connecticut. .. one " Rhode bland. .. thirteell .. New York • ,, one .. Vermont. .. ai.s: " Pennsylvania. .. three " Virginia. 

" ftve " :Maryland. 

The Orand Chapter of Pennaylvania waa formed on the 23d or November, 
6795. The Grand Chapter of Virginia was formed May let, 5808. These two 
Grand Chapters have always been independent and sovereign.

GENERAL GRAND CHAPTER. 

ON the 24th or October, 5'i97, tevm CompaniOfll reprumting three Ch«pien, 
the two in Massachusetts and one at Albany, N. Y., met at Boston, Mus., for 
the purpose of deliberating upon the propriety or forming a Gra.nd Chapter for 
the States of New Hampshire, Mauachuaetts, Rhode Island, Connecticut, Ver­
mont, and New York. At this meeting, these seven Companions adopted a" cir­
cular letter," to be sent to all of the Chapters in the States mentioned, recom­
mending them to appoint one or more delegates to meet at Hartford, Conn., on 
the fourth Wednesday or January next ensuing. Atthia meeting, held on the 24th 
of January, 5798, twelve Companions were present, representing the two Cbapten 
in Massachusetts, the one in Rhode Island, three in Connecticut, and one at Had­
eon, N. Y. The recorda or that day's meeting give as to understand that the 
Companions in Connecticut bad, or were about forming a Grand Chapter Cor that 
Jurisdiction, which caused the meeting some anxiety, and induced them to ap­
point committeE's to eon fer with the principal Companions or Conneetient on the 
subject. A resolution was also adopted on that day, that they "will establish 
a Grand Royal Arch Chapter" for the above-named States. The meetin« acJ. 
journed until the next day, at which two more Chapters from New York were 
represented. It appears from the records or the second day, that the principii 
Companions from Connecticut were at Hartford, as a committee was appointed 
to invite them to attend and participate in the Convention. A committee wu 
also appointed on this day "to draft and report a form of a Constitution for the 
government of said Chapter." The Convention met again on the following 
day, 26th instant, and adopted a Constitution, and immediately went into aa 
election. The Companion chosen as Grand High Priest or the Grand Chapter 
was one of the Companions from Connecticut who was invited to attend the 
Convention, and tbe consequence was that no independent Grand Chapter wu 
formed in Connecticut. According to one of the provisions or the Constitution, 
it was required that a "Deputy Grand Chapter should be formed in each or the 
States which formed the Grand Chapter." It was also provided in the Conati­
tution that the first meeting or the Grand Chapter should be held in the City of 
Middletown. Conn., on the third Wednesday of September next. and afterward 
once in every two year&. The Grand Chapter was to be styled "The Graod 
Royal Arch Chapter of the Northern States or America." The Constitution 
also prescribed the time of meeting of the Deputy Grand Chapters or Massa­
chusetts and Rhode Island, which formed one body, and Connecticut and New 
York. As there was but one Chapter in Vermont and nOfle in New Hampshire, 
the Grand Chapter reserved to itself the "sole power of granting charters for 
opening Chapters within the said States." 

The first meeting or the Grand Chapter of the Northern States of America, 
after ita organization, was held, agreeably to the Constitution, in the City of 
:Middletown, Oonn., on the third Wednesday of September, 6798. The follow­
ing, which we copy from the record, will show the warm zeal and interest ukea 
by the Companions in this newly organized body : "Present, Compuio111 
William Woart, General Grand Secretary; Rev. Abraham L. Clarke, General 
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Grand Chaplain; Excenent Benj. Hurd, Jr., GeMral Grand Killg, wu repre­
~ed by Companion Henry Fowle, or St. Andrew'• Chapter, ll&~~achuettl, 
hil proxy; Excellent Jamea Harrison, Deputy Grand Scribe, llauachuaetts, 
repreaented by Companion Samuel Billi.ngll, hil proxy; Excellent Beth Wheaton, 
Deputy Grand High Priest, Excellent Gersbom Jones, Deputy Grand King, 
aud Samuel Eddy, Deputy Grand Scribe, Deputy Grand Chapter, Rhode Jslaud, 
were repreaented by Excellent Companion Rev. Abraham L. Clarke, their proxy." 
The Grand Chaplain and the Grand Secretary were the only'two Officers or the 
Grand Chapter present at this ftrst meeting, aud, i'ncl.Wing them, jive CompanioDI 
in all, and the record has General prefixed to the office of these two .Grand om. 
eera. These live Compauion1 went into au election for Grand Officers, or, u the 
record states, .. the Grand Chapter proceeded to the choice or Officers, when, OR 

sorting and counting the votes, the old Officers were all declared re-elected.'! A 
reeolution was adopted "That thil meeting be, and the same hereby is adioum«< 
to the second Wednesday or J anoary next. then to meet at Providence, in the 
State of Rhode Island." 

A meeting was held accordingly at Providence, B. L, on ibe 9th or Janua17, 
&799, which, although termed a " regular meeting," wu unquestionably irregu­
lar, u the meetings, according to the Constitution adopted September, &798, 
were to be biennial. At this meeting eight Companions in all were present, 
f'rom llassachusetts, Rhode Island, and New York, who continued their aiWnga 
daring two days. They adopted" Rolea of Order" aud a new "Constitution." 
Thil Constitution ignored. i'n toto the Constitution adopted January 26th, 6798, 
in not only making the meetings 1eptennial from that time, bot other radical 
ohangee were made ; and providing for an immediate election or officer& before 
the term of those elected in 6798 had expired. This Constitution gave the 
body the title or "General Grand Chapter for the six Northern States or 
America," and prefixes "General" to the title or the Grand Officers. Tbe 
Deputy Grand Chapters were changt"d to State fkand. (JIIapter& An eleotiou 
for officers was also held as provided in the new Constitution. 

It will be noticed that there was but one Chapter in Vermont and one in 
Rhode Island, yet the Constitution placed the State or Vermont under the 
jurisdiction or New York, until there were a sufficient number of subordinates 
to form a State Grand Chapter; and yet the one Chapter in Rhode Island 
formed a State Grand Chapter within itself. It will also be remembered that 
the jurisdiction ofthe General Grand Chapter was confined to the Six N orthero 
States. 

On the 4.th or January, 6804, the Grand Chapter of Rhode Island adopted a 
preamble and several resolutions and a circular letter, which were sent to tbe 
several State Grand Chapters, thfl import or which were, that an applicatioa 
bad been made to the Grand Chapter for the institution or a Chapter of Royu 
Arch Masons in one of the Southern States, and that as they had no jurisdictioa, 
they proposed that competent authority be veated in the three principal oftlcen 
of the General Grand Chapter, or any two of them, to institute Chapters in an1 
State in which there was no Grand Chapter. The record or the septennial 
meeting or the General Grand Chapter, held at Middletown, January 9th, 6806, 
ahowa that the Grand King and Scribe, acting upon the resolution~ and cirealar 
letter of the Companions or Rhode Island, did, in violation or the Constitutioa, 
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institute a Chapter at Beaufort, South Carolliaa, and another at Sanonah, 
Georgia j aud tJrla they did, as they stated, "by virtue Of authority deriYed from 
a special decree or seyeral or the Grand Chapters," and the General Grand 
Chapter app1'01Jed of their proceedings. At this aepteDoial meeting it wu 
ruolvecl that the out septennial meeting be held in the City of New York, 
oo the second Thuraclay in September, 1812. Ao election for oflicera was held, 
and the Constitution was again altered. The title or this body was now changed 
to ."The General ~rand Chapter or Royal Arch Maaou for the United States 
of America." There was no meeting or this body from the septennial meeting 
in 5806 until 5816. 

On the 6th of June, 5816, the General Graud Chapter assembled in the City 
of New York. There were fourteen Companion~ praettt. At this meeting a 
change iD the let Section or lat Article or the Constitution was made. The 
Graud Chapter or Maryland and District or Columbia was admitted into tbe 
confederacy at this meeting, but with a stipulation that it should" not be forced 
to alter ita mode or working," which, "under a consideration or all the circum­
ltaocea," the General Grand Chapter agreed to. The General Graod Chapter 
since that period hu extended ita jurisdiction into moat or the State. aad 
Territories in the United States, with the exceptiona or Peooaylyaoia, Virginia, 
Delaware, aud Florida, in which States the Grand Chapters oner acknowledged 
allegiance to a superior body; aud Kentucky and North Caro~ in which 
Statea the Grand Chapters which were formerly subordinate to the General 
Grand Chapter, within the last three years seYered their coooeetion with nand 
are now independettt Grand Chapters. 

The Grand Chapters iD the following States are subordinate to the General 
Grand Chapter, Yil.: Alabama, Arkansas, California, Connecticut, Georgia, 
DliDois, lndiaua, Iowa, Louisiaua, Maine, Maryland aud District of Columbia, 
Maasaehusetta, Michigan, Minnesota, Miuiaaippi, Miaaouri, New Hampahire, 
New Jersey, New York, Ohio, Rhode lalaud, South Carolina, Teooeaaee, Texu, 
Vermont, Wisconsin.

GRAND ENCAMPMENT OF THE UNITED STATES. 

Ta• history or the formation or the body at present kno'Wil u the GI'Uid 
Encampment or the United States is u followa :-

In the year 1797 there were six Encampments in the United States; four in 
Pennaylvania and two in New York, one in the City or New York and the 
oU.er at Stillwater. On the 19th or May, 1797, a Grand Encampment wu 
formed in Pennaylvania. In 1802 there were two additional Encampments in 
New York, one in the City or New York, the other at Albany; and one in tbe 
State of Rhode Island, at Providence. In 1805 there were, in addition to the 
above, two Encampments in :Maaaachneetts, and three in Karyland. The fol­
lowing list comprises, we beliel"e, all the Encampment. or Knights Templar 
existing in the United States in 1806:-

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The Encampment at Providence, Rhode Island, held a Conveation iD that 
city, on the 6th of May, 1805, when measures were proposed, and adopted, for 
the formation of a Grand Encampment, and a Committee appointed "to detile 
and report t form or Constitution explanatory or the principles upon which a 
Grand Encampment shall be opened." This Convention adjourned to meet 
again on the 13th iustant, at which time the Committee reported a Constitutioa, 
which being read ancl amended, was unanimously adopted, and the Grand En­
campment formed, and an election for Grand omcera had. TBOJI.U 8JIITB 
WEBB was elected Grand Master. The title or the Constitution was, CoKBTITO· 
TION OF THE GaAND Exc.uarMBNT oF RnoDB Isu.ND J.KD JuaJSDICTIOM THJ:ar.. 
UNTO BBLONOINO. The Constitution contained eleven articles, the first of which 
gave to the Grand Encampment the above title. It provided that the meetings 
were to be held annually. 

At the annual meeting, in May, 1807, the Grand Encampment deem.d tla. 
pedietat to utend ill jurildicJiMl to any &ate or Territory tohere there tiHII 110 

Grand Encampment, and altered and amended ita Constitution aceonliD811· 
The title given to the Constitution was CoNSTITUTJO:N OJ' '1'11111 UIIIUD 8u111 
GRJ.ND ENCJ.JIPJIBJIT or KNIGHTS TBIIPLARS AND APPUJI.lN'f 0RDBIUI. n Will . 

divided into two articles, the first containing nine sections, the other seven. U 
provided that the Grand Encampment should meet annually, and extended itl 
jurisdiction "to any State or Territory where there is not a Grand EncamplllfiU 
established." 

There is DO doubt that this was the original establishment or the Graod ... 
campment of the United States. We have no records or the United Statel 
Grand Encampment from May, 1807, until1816. 

"At an Assembly of this Grand Encampment, holden in Boston, in U.e montla 
or May, 1816, it was resolved that three delegates be appointed on the part of 
thti Grand Encampment, to meet a General Grand Convention, to be holden in 
the City of Philadelphia, or the City of New York, in the month or .June, J..n. 
1816, for the purpose of forming a General Grand Encampment or Knights 
Templars for the United States, and a Constitution for the government or the 
same ; and the M. E. Thomas Smith Webb, M. E. Henry Fowle, and M. E. 
John Snow, were appointed accordingly. 

"The Delegates proceeded to the City of New York, wh~ a Convention 
assembled, consisting of the representatives of nine Encampment& and Councils." 

These extractll we copy from the 1818 edition of Webb's Monitor, and u 
Webb was the Grand Master or the United States Grand Encampment, and the 
moving spirit in the Convention at New York, his statement, as published, may 
be considered as correct. The United States Grand Encampment wu eyj. 
dently formed or the Encampments onl1 in Rhode Island at that time, which 
were two in number, the one at Providence, already mentioned, and ooe recent11 
organized at Newport. Webb continues: "The Convention, after mature • 
liberation, formed and adopted a Constitution, and opened a General Grancl 
Encampment of Knights Templars and the Appendant Ordera for the United 
States." 

In addition to the above-named Encampments, a Council or K. R. C. had 
been forme•! at Portland, Maine. 

Webb atates that the delegates of nine Encampments and Councila met in 



Oooftlltion a& New York. 11. E. William B. Hubbard, in an addreu berore 
ihe Grand Encampment or Ohio, in December, 1867, stated t~t he copied rrom 
"ihe original minutes," and enumerates only eagh.t, aa roUows :~

Bt. John's Encampment, ProTidence. 
Ancient Encampment, New York. 
Temple Encampment, Albany. 
MontgomeJ')' Encampment, Stillwater. 
St. Paul's Encampment, Newburyport.

Jerusalem Encampment, in New York, ia omitted in the liat or M. E. Hub­
bard, and it he is right, Webb ia wrong in statiDg that nine Encampments were 
represented. The Encampments in Pennsylnnia and Maryland, a'!d an En­
campment which had been formed in Delaware, were not repreaen~ in the 
Convention. 

It ia aiDgular that Philadelphia should have been mentioned aa one or the 
places for the General Grand Convention to be holden in, in June, 1816, by the 
United Statea Grand Encampment, which met in Boston in May, 1816. 

11. appears from the records of 1814, that the Grand Encampment or Penu.. 
sylvania had taken the initiative to "eztena its ;'uNdidion," aa, at a Grand 
Convention of Knighta Templar, convened in Philadelphia on the 15th of 
February, 1814, there were preaent reprcaentativea from Philadelphia, an En· 
campment at Pittsburg, Rising Sun Encampment, City of New York, and from 
the Encampment at Wilmington. Delaware, and Encampment, No.1, Baltimore, 
Maryland. The Convention formed a Grand Encampment for Pennsylvania, 
adopted a Conatitution, and elected the following officers :-

M. E. WILLIAM McCOBitLB, or Philadelphia, General Grand Muter. 
K. E. ARCHIBALD BAJRLTOH, or Wilmington, Del., Grand Generaliaaimo. 
M. E. PET&a DoBB, or New York, Grand Captain-General.

R. E. JoaN SELLERS, or Wilmington, Del, Grand Chancellor. 
R. E. G&OROB A. B.u:KB, or Philadelphia, Grand Recorder. 
R. E. N ATBAifla. DJ:LBOBif, or Philadelphia, Grand Treasurer. 
R. E. Juu HUKU, or Philadelphia, Grand Sword Bearer. 

The officers were installed by Sir Knight Juu MoDOIIALD, or New York. 
The formation of this Grand Encampment, consisting or subordiDate Encamp­

menta from New York, Maryland, Delaware, and Pennaylvania, may have been 
the reaaon why Philadelphia was named, by the United States Grand Encamp­
mentor Boston, aa one or the placea for the holdiDg of the Convention ill June, 
1816, and also for forming a " General Grand Encampment." The United 
States Grand Encampment formed in Rhode Island, although ita jnriadiction by 
ita constitution extended to every State and Territory where there was no Grand 
Encampment, yet it waa composed only or the Encampments in that State, un· 
leu 10me or the Encampments in New York or Maaaaehnaetta were formed by 
ita aathority, which hardlyteema probable; whereas, at the Convention in New 

• 
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York, in June, 1816, in changing ita title to" General Grand Encampment," it 
receiYed into its folds the Encampments represented in New York and 11 .... 
cbuaetts. It would appear aa if tbia mo.-ement waa taken in order to p~ 
the extension of the Pennsyl.-ania Grand Encampment, in which it succeeded 10 

well that it surn.-ed but a abort period, and finally, at a nry recent date, 111~ 
ordinate Encampments were instituted, and a Grand Encampment formed io 
Pennsylvania by its authority, and the old Encampments also afliliated with the 
Grand Encampment under the jurisdiction of and subordinate to the GeDen1 
Grand Encampment. 

On the 29th of November, 1860, we addreaaed a letter to II. E. B. B. French, 
present Grand Master or the Grand Encampment of the United States, inquir­
ing "if the General Grand Encampment held any meetings between the yean 
1807 and 1816," to which be, with his accustomed promptneaa, replied, under 
date or December 1st, 1860, as follows : "The regular recorda of the Grand En­
campment or the United States show the first organization of that body oa tile 
20th and 21st of June, 1816. There was some attempt to form a Grand Eo. 
campment prior to that time, aa I have been told. I have never aeen any 
record or it. From 1816 up, the meetings b~ve been very regular. The ftnt 
were triennial, viz.: Firat, 1816 ; and second, September, 1819. Then ~ 
Rial: Third, September, 1826. Then again triennial: Fourth, September, 
1829; fifth, 1R32; and thence onward triennial up to the last, fourteenth, at 
Chicago, September, 1859." 

Notwithstanding the recorda of the Grand Encampment or the United State. 
"show the first organization or that body on the 20th and 21st or June, 1816," 
it waa nothing more nor lesa than a continuation or the Rhode Island "United 
States Grand Encampment," without any enlargement of ita juriadictiou, oaly 
changing the title or the body.

There is no North, no South, no East, nor West 
in Masonry. It is not bounded by geographical landmarks. Freemasonry is 
universal beea1188 it embraces within its folds the people of every religion and 
government. It does not recognize the political or religious elements or society. 
Io thus far Freemasonry is universal as the love of the Creator, whose variegated 
mantle is spread high over all the beiuge made in His image. Freem410nry has 
ita conditione, which constitute the qualificationa those must po8888ll who wish to 
become Freemasona. These are, a belief in God, the Creator of the universe, a 
J.il'e of virtue and goodness, an unimpaired intellect, to be men p011811iDg a 
sound physical organization, to be of mature and discreet age, and free bona. 
These qualificationa Freemasonry requires those to poa8881 who are admitted 
into its mysteries. In its universal character it eaunot inquire into the birth­
pla~e, religion, or politics of applicants. As to the birthplace, all men are the 
children or the one Father; as to religion, each man is free to choose the path 
which he believes will bring him nearest God; as to politics, FreemasoDrJ 
enjoins obedience to the civil powers in every counfzJ where Freemasons reside. 
The conditions or qualifications may be thus stated : A belief in a Supreme 
Being, who created and governs all worlds, is a belief common to all intelligent 
beings; therefore no atheist can be made a Freemason. A life of virtue u.d 
goodness-a man must be a "good ud tme mao ;" the "irreligious libertine, 
immoral or acandalou men" cannot be admitted members of the Masonic Order. 
An unimpaired intellect-mental imbecility disqualifies a mao to obaern~ the 
beneficent principles of the institution, or to preserve its secreta. To be men 
pouesaing a sound physical organization-no womu. cu. be made a Mason­
and to perform the work, to teach and be taught, a man moat be hale and 
sound. To be of mature and discreet age-a Muon moat act u becomes a 
moral and a wise man. To be free born-no bondman, those who are restrained 
of their liberty cannot if summoned, or when called to go out of their way to 
benefit a brother, comply with the requisites of Freemasonry; such are therefore 
denied being received into membership in the fraternity. 

The great aim of Freemasonry is the establishment of a universal brotherhood; 
therefore it cannot confine its privileges to any nation, country, people, or creed; 
this universality, and the qualifications which those must p011818 who are 
admitted within its aanctuaries, form the basil upon which the institution is 
founded. AI it at present exists-and Freemasonry is established in every 
country on the wide earth-a person deairou of becoming a Freemason mut 
make application through ooe who is a Mason ; he moe& do so unsolicited, and 
of his own free will. He must have no mercenary object, but his sole motive 
must be a desire for knowledge, and to promote the weltare of society, which is 
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the end and aim or the institution. The application mnat have two recom­
menders, and it must be read in the open Lodge, ud referred to a committee of 
iDveatfgation. This committee moat consist or thru, all Muter llaaona, Deither 
or whom were the recommenders. It is the duty or this committee to •&ialf 
tbemaelvea, by personal investigations, that the applicant poaaeaaea the qnali&. 
cations which Freemasonry requires. The importance or this duty cannot be 
over-estimated. It ia, next to the ballot, the safeguard or the iDstit.utioo. H 
the committee are satisfied that the applicant is worthy, thtzir report will be 
favorable; if they find, upon due inquiry, that he is not worthy or beiDg receind 
iDto our fraternity, they must report accordingly. This duty no committee 
should fail in performing. There should be no equivocation in their report, DO 

disguise or concealment, but the plain, naked truth should be stated, ac:cordiDr 
to the beat information which a diligent investigation elicited. The inqniryillto 
the character of an applicant is a duty that DO member or the Lodge can be 
exempt from ; each and every one mnat be satisfied or the applicant's worthioea 
A committe is appointed merely for convenience, and the better regulation ol 
the business or the Lodge. If the ballot is nnanimona in favor or the applieu& 
he is elected not only a member of the Lodge, but is entitled to recei.e tile 
degrees of Masonry. In some States a ballot is taken for every degree. bat ill 
the older jurisdictions only one ballot is had. It mnat, however, be UDderatocMI 
that if there are objections against an applicant, even after a nnanimona ballot, 
he cannot be initiated until the objections are removed ; or if after he ia initiated, 
be cannot be advanced. If there is more than one black baU againat the Cllldi­
date he should be rejected, and his case considered as dispoaed or. U there ia 
Oftly one black ball, the Muter should not declare the candidate rejected, bat 
order the ballot to be taken a second time, ill order to rectify a mistake, if oae 
waa made. If on the aecond ballot a black ball ia again cast, the candida&.e 
mnat be declared rejected. In almost every jurisdiction the rejection or a cu­
didate is final for the time being, but be tan apply again after a lapse or time, 
in moat cases a twelvemonth, and the popular opinion or usage is against tbe 
reconsideration or the ballot. In Pennsylvania, however, the usage i.e dift"ereni. 
If an applicant is rejected, a reconsideration or the ballot, on the same eftDin«, 
may be moved, which is put on the record. On the next regular meeting tbe 
reconsideration is a proper subject of diacnsaion, and if a majority or the mem­
bers are in favor or the reconsideration, the applicant may be balloted ror at tbe 
next or some subsequent meeting. · IC the ballot is all clear, he is elected; if DO&, 
he is rejected, and at no future time can the application be renewed withot~& 
the consent of the Grand Lodge. The ballot, however, in all eases mnat be 
nnanimous before a candidate can be elected or receive the degrees or .M.&BODrJ. 

The ballot is a sacred right which no Muon can be deprived or, or the right 
impaired, if in good standing, of course, by any proceedings or legislation wha~ 
ever. The ballot must be secret. No Freemaaon has a right to aay how be 
voted, or to intimate it in any manner so that it may be known; and on the 
other hand, no power can rightly compel him to disclose how he voted. A mil­
taken notion baa somehow obtained in some places, that a brother who votes a 
black ball is bound to give his reasons to the Muter. This doctrine is. tanglat 
by some authors, and it is known that much confnaion has resulted in conse­
quence or anch erroneona teachings. 
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The petition of an applicant must lie over one month. A petition can only 
be received at a regular meeting, and balloting for candidates can only be held 
at regular meetings-that is, the stated monthly meetings-and there muat be 
an inte"al or one run month between the conferring or the degrees. 

In Masonry no private matters or business or otherwise, DO personal difrer­
ences, no objections or religion or politics, constitute valid grounds for deposit­
ing a black ball. To do so would be wrong, as it would be wrong not to vote a 
black ball, or not to vote at all, where it was known that the applicant was 
guilty of crime, or unworthy to be initiated into the secrets or Masonry. A. 
Mason ought never to shrink from the performance of a duty. A Mason should 
not be influenced to vote for an applicant because of friendship or a111ociation. 
His highest duty is to the institution. Neither should be recommend the peti­
tion or any one unless fully satisfied that the applicant is every way worthy, and 
will fully conform to the precepts and established usages or the Order. 

The antecedents, circumstances, and social habits or the applicants are legiti­
mate subjects for committees or .investigation to inquire into. Religion, politica, 
and nationality are not proper subjects, and such inquiries are not only improper, 
but are contrary to and in violation or the spirit and principles or Freemasonry. 
The inquiry into the circumstances or applicants ought only to extend so far aa 
that the initiation fee and monthly contributions will not subject the petitioner 
to inconvenience, or cause him to deprive his family of their accustomed com­
forts. 

An applicant for the mysteries or Freemasonry must believe in a Supreme 
Being, the Creator of all worlds; be must be a freeman, of mature age, or sound 
body and mind, and possesa correct moral principles, and be capable or appre­
ciating the sublime morality or the institution, and be or a benevolent, humane, 
and charitable disposition. Immoral men, those physically deformed or imbecile 
in mind, are disqualified by the laws or Masonry from being admitted into the 
membership or the fraternity. 

Freemasonry is a system or order, governed bylaws having for their baaia 
certain "landmarks," which are found, in the necessities of man, to promote hia 
social bappinesa, to elevate and improve him intellectually and ~.~piritually. 

These laws, to be beneficial and useful, must be strictly obse"ed and adhered 
to. Every Lodge, in addition to the ancient landmarks, is also governed by the 
Constitution, rules and regulations of the Grand Lodge, which is the legislative 
governing body or the jurisdiction; also, by a code or By-Laws, framed in 
accordance with the above, for its own internal government. The Oo01titutiona 
or the several Grand Lodges ditrer; therefore Masons must be governed by the 
local laws of the Grand Lodge or the jurisdiction where they reside. 

The principles of Freemasonry comprehend the entire code of the moral law. 
To be a Mason is to be a good man. A. good man will be au obae"er of 
law. The principles of Freemasonry, the ancient landmarks, the Co01titutio01 
and Laws or Grand Lodges, and the By-Laws or subordina\e Lodges, all ought 
to blend harmoniously together, and in no part contradict each other or come 
into coolict. The By-Laws or Lodges ought to be simplified, and only contain 
ncb provisions as are necessary to systematize the working or the :Locf8e. 
Every By-Law should be faithfully lived up to. The time of meeting apecifled 
il u neceuary to be oble"ed u the particular atated night. lliDut.e8 aa4 

30 
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paris of hours are or importance to the man of well regulated mind ; aod who 
better than M aeons understand the value of time t The ollicers ea~7 oC a 
Lodge, u well u ita members, ought to be at the Lodge-room, so u to open Uae 
Lodge precisely at the time stated in the By-Laws. lndift'erence to a particular 
observance or any one law ought not to exist in any of the ollicera Ctr the mem­
bership. 1'he Muter is bound not only to observe the laws of hia Lodge him­
self, but strictly to enforce them also; and the more rigid the letter of the law 
is adhered to, the better will be the spirit or Muonry among ita memberahip. 
These observations apply to every law established for the government or the 
Oraft. 

The Muter or a Lodge ought to be well acquainted with the laWII, usage~, 
and customs of the Order. Be ought to be a mau of good judgment, discretioo. 
aud particularly ought to have hie paasions under good control. He ought to 
be an example or punctuality, faithfulness, zeal, devotion, aud uprightneea. Ir 
the Muter is punctual in hie attendance at the Lodge, the members will be 
punctual also. Ir the Muter baa the intelligence and capacity to instruct 
properly the members, they will also be intelligent Masons. Whatever hie 
social disposition miLy be out or the Lodge among his brethren and friends, in 

. the Lodge he must maintain a dignity of character suited to the position which 
he occupies. 

Freemasonry is a system of order and regularity; the work of the Lodge ougbl 
therefore to be conducted free from confusion. The Lodge being under the 
charge of the Master, and as he holds the gavel, be holds in his hand the aqthori­
tative emblem which can command order and regularity. The gavel should be 
naed with the utmost caution ; ita monitions should never be disregarded. The 
Master is supreme in his Lodge; his word is law; from his decision there is oo 
appeal; at least upon queat.ions of Masonic usage he is, according to the general 
verdict of Masonic jurists, above all law during his term of office, so far u re­
gards the membership of his Lodge, and is only amenable to the Grand Lodse 
for any mis~;onduct or violation of the laws or the Order. 

As Lodges are constituted now, having their warrants from a Grand Lodge, 
their officers and members are under obligations to support, keep, and abide by 
the Constitution and Laws or tho Grand Lodge of their particular jurisdiction; 
hence these and the ancient landmarks form the code of laws by which they m 
governed. As the Constitution and Laws of the many Grand Lodges all dilrer 
one from the other, no code or Masonic Law nor principles or jurisprudence can 
be universally applicable to the Craft or all the various jurisdictions. This is a 
matter that ought to be well understood, u it may prevent much confusion in 
the decision or Masonic questions. 

The legislation of the Craft is confined to Grand Lodges. Subordinate Lodgfe 
meet for purposes expreued in the warrants, and to perform the functions for 
which Freemasonry was instituted. These are, to open and close the Lodge ao­
cording to the Ritual practiced in each jurisdiction, to make Masons, to practice 
charity, to impart instruction, to perfect themselves in the work. and to traiUIIC' 
the nsual busineu of organized associations. The whole must be con.ucted in 
the most systematic and orderly manner. The Lodge during ita seeaiona mm 
be under the control and direction or the presiding officer. He ought ~be 
well acquainted with the duties or the chair, and be vigilant and attentive to all 



that tra~~~piftl in the Lodge. He ought to direct all the baaineu eo u to aYoid 
coofaaioo, and no officer ought to perform any duty of his office without fint 
haYing been directed from the Oriental chair. The word of command ~aat 
come from the Muter, and obedience is the duty or alL 

The Lodge being opened at the time prescribed io the By-Laws, and conse­
quently the officers in their proper places, the Muter directs the buaineu aa in 
hie judgment is best to the interest of the Lodge, and according to clrcum­
atancea. The reading of the minute& or the preceding meeting is 11111ally the 
fint buineu. The Muter, however, may transpose the buineu. And here 
we may be permitted to remark that as it is becoming a practice for Grand Lodsel 
to frame By-Laws for the government or subordinate Lodges-a coune which 
we do not approve or, u centralizing a power already too great in Grand 
Lodges-it would be well to leave the routine or buaioeu to the discretion or 
the W onhipful Muten, u no code of By-Laws, however voluminoua, can pro­
vide for every contingency that may arise, and circumataocea may occur in 
which the intereats or the Lodge may be aft'ected by being compelled to punue 
a preacribed form. 

It is uooecesaary to notice the varioua buaineaa matters trauaaeted in the 
Lodge. The members should be silent, and remain in their places while the 
Lodge is in session, and be particularly attentive to the proceedings. There 
ahonld be no whispering while the minutes are being read, or reports of com­
mittees, or balloting, which are punned in succession, or during the work of 
Entering, Crafting, or Raising, which, if candidate& are present, are followed in 
order. If the Secretary hu omitted something, or the record is at fault, a mem­
ber may state the fact by respectfully rising and addressing the chair. The 
preaidiog officer must in all cues be addressed, if a brother wishes to apeak. 
1'he minute& ought to show clearly all the tranaactiona of the Lodge, and before 
cloeiog the Lodge, and af'ter reacling the collectioDS, the amounts and from whom 
received, the proceedings, aa recorded, ought to be read. Aod u the brethreD 
while in the Lodge meet upon the level, so they ought to part upon the equare, 
aod each maintain a rigid silence aa to the proceedings or the Lodge, u best 
conducive to the harmony and welfare of the institutioo.

THE DTDBD APPRBliTIOB. 

Aa Blue Maeonry forms the basis, and is the foundation of all other branches 
of our mystic Order, ao the Entered Apprentice degree ia the comer-atooe of 
Freemaeonry, upon which all the other degrees are built. It is in this degree 
the initiated is brought to light, to behold the beautiee of the MaeoDic Order ; 
and bu revealed to him the system which in Ule beginning of his MuoDic 
creation connects him in the chain or fraternity with the brotherhood through­
out the clobe. In this degree be ia linked in the universal chain aod ia bailed 
u a brother, and the hand or Masonic fellowship extended to him. The initia­
tion era candidate into the mysteries of Freemasonry ought to be considered by 
him a moet important event : he eaten a new life, forme new relatiooe aod COD· 
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neetiooa, and aa a member of the cosmopolitan Order, lie becomes a citizeD ol 
the world, in every part of which he finds a home and brothers of the eame 
family. To him it is a new birth: he is ushered into uistenee, aa it were, frola 
the womb of darkne81 into the light or day. He is then first taught to ataad 
erect in the majesty of his manhood, aa all the children of the Good Fatlter 
should stand before Him, free from sin and guiltle81 before God and men. AI 
a child, he is taught to walk with careful step, lest he should stumble and fall 
in the narrow path which leads to God. He is also like a youthful learner taught 
his first leSions of the mystic science in easy symbolic teachings readily to be 
comprehended, which are enforced in language significant and impreaaive, ao tha' 
on the heart's tracing-board they may be indelibly ftxed. Happy the learner 
within whose bosom these teachings are firmly traced and acted out in nery~y 
life. An Entered Apprentice, like a new-bom infant, is always greeted with a 
hearty welcome and hailed with gladnCBI and joy, and beeomee at once domicilecl 
and affiliated with the members of the household under whoee guidance he lau 
placed himself. As a dutiful child he should learn his lesaooa well. be obedieat 
to hie instructors, and in his daily walks and conversation exhibit a limy 
gratitude for the favor shown him in electing him to a relatioll8hip with the 
ancient and honorable Order. 

WARDD, Ill ABSDOB OF THB JUSTBlL 

Taa right of the Warden to preside in the absence of the Muter ia impoeed 
upon him by the sixth section of fifth or the Ancient Chargee, which reads: 
"When a Fellow Craftsman is chosen Warden of the work under the Muter, 
he shall be true both to Muter and Fellows, shall carefully oYeraee the work in 
the Master's absence to the Lord's profit, and his brethren shall obey him." h 
ia made imperative upon the brethren to obey him, and conaequently it is Ida 
duty to discharge ~u or the obligations or the chair in the absence ol' the Muter 
-how otherwise could the brethren obey him unle81 he presided and performed 
the duties of the Master? The proper construction of the Ancient Cbarp 
implies competency on the part of the Warden, and a discrimination in the 
selection of the officer. It cannot be too strongly enforced that the brother 
chosen Warden of the work should be poBieaaed of Maaonic zeal and ability, 10 

that either on arriving at the Muter's chair or being called upon to preside ia 
consequence of the Master's absence, he be capable to discharge the datiel 
pertaining to the Orient. He cannot be true to either Kaster or Fellowa if he 
ia not proficient and cannot fulfill the duties of the chair. The poaitiYe deelan,. 
tion, " and his brethren 8ha1l obey him," implies that be shall haye acq1lired a 
knowledge of all the Master's duties and oversee the work to the Lord'• proiL 
It is also the duty or the members of a Lodge \o be satisfied that the brot.ller 
chosen as Warden has the necCBiary qualifications to fit him for the Oaice. 

No rule or regulation of a Grana Lodge, or dilpomatiOA of a GraM 
Jlcuter, can deprive the Warden of hil right to oversee the M.aat.er'a work ia 
hie absence; that is, in the absence of the Master from any~ Tbe W ardea 
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a1aall be true, shall carerully overaee the work, shall preside and discharge all 
the duties or the Muter. The above landmark involves more than is generally 
leeD on the surface. Ir it is made the imperative duty or the Warden to .. O't'er­
aee the work in the Muter's absence," can a Warden resign T We emphatically 
uy no. He cannot without 'fiolating his obligation; and if the Warden cannot 
reeign, the Muter surely cannot. There is a beauty, a harmoniona system in 
the government or Freemasonry, which, to be appreciated, must be carefully 
etudied. .A I.odge, or a Grand Lodge, once organized, cannot in any probable 
e't'ent be left deficient, and the obligation of office once taken cannot be annulled 
until the end of the period stated, and the regular election and installation or a 
suceeseor. The rights and duties orthe chair devolve upon the Warden, if the 
Muter dies, removes from the jurisdiction, or is unable from any cause to attend 
the meetings or the Lodge; and no Lodge can, consistently with the landmarks 
or Freemasonry, absolve the Master from his obligation by accepting his resig­
nation. The obligation once taken, cannot be abrogated; it is binding upon 
the officer and the Lodge. The covenant is or too solemn and binding a 
character; no circumstances or contingencies can Maaonically cause ita revo­
cation. 

KASOIIIC RULES. 

N KVER solicit any man to become a Mason. 
Never recommend an applicant unless you know him to be a good tnaft, ancl 

who will conform to the precepts or the institution. 
Never cut your ballot in favor of a candidate unless you know him to be 

worthy, and his moral character free from reproach. 
Never fail to exercise your rights as a member of your Lodge, and vote upoa 

every application. 
Never let it be known, either directly or indirectly, how you vote upon an ap­

plication for the mysteries of the Order. 
Never be afraid to do your duty if yon believe a candidate is not. worthy t.o be 

received into membership with us. 
Never speak or Lodge matters in unseemly or improper places. 
Never indulge in practices that may bring reproach upon the institution. 
Never forget that you are a Freemason, a link in the chain or the universal 

brotherhood. 
Never be absent from the meetings or your Lodge if you can help it. 
Never forget that a Freemason is your brother, and treat him accordingly. 
Never fail to admonish a brother if you see him err. 
Never repel the approach of a brother because he is poor • 
.A. Mason moat be a "peaceable subject to the civil powera, where't'er he residel 

or works." 
He must never be concerned in plota and eoDBpiraciea againat. the peace ud 

welfare of the nation. 
Be must be cautious in his words and carriage. 
He mnat act as becomes a moral and wise mao. 
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He must consult his health by not continuing too long from home after 
Lodge boon. 

He must avoid gluttony and drunkenness so that his family be not neglected 
or injured, nor be be disabled from working. 

He must relieve a brother, if he can, when he is in want. 
He- is to avoid all wrangling and quarreling; all back-biting aDd slander. 
Be must defend his brother's character, and do him all good ollicee u far u ill 

coDBistent with his honor and safety. 
Masons must salute each other courteously, calling each other brother. 

KASOlmY'S PROVDIC:B. 

FaKBKASONRY bas a glorious mission to perform in promoting the future wel­
fare of the bumBU family. In the progress or civilization through all past ages, 
it has been the pioneer, it has pointed out the way, and prepared man for 
greater, and still greater usefulness. It bas been prominent in all the leading 
movements which bad for their object the improvement and advancement or 
society. In the progress of science, the cultivation of the arts, improved legis­

FRREnsonv, in every age and in all lands, baa ranked among ita dilciples 
the brightest intellects, the men or genius and mind, those whose names are im­
printed upon the world's history, who gave forth thoughts clothed in tangible 
realities, blessing mankind with their labors, which the human family will forever 
enjoy. and which, because or their enduring character, are the beat evidences or 
and prove the immortality of man. These have lived for the good or the race; 
BDch was their aim and purpose ; it was no selfish atmosphere the1 breathed. 
Among a host of those, the fruita or whose intellectual labors and devotion 
to the cause or hnmanity the generations or men paased away and those now 
living have gratefully awarded the high meed or being l)eneractors or the race, 
who were Freemasons, members of our time-honored 0.-der, we will only name 
W aahington. Franklin, and Fulton. These, in their lives, practically exemplified 
the principles or Freemasonry, and these are evidences or its influences in de­
veloping mind. The immortality or man and his close relation to the Etemal 
Father are indicated by an analogy that scarce admits of a doubt, in the per­
manence of thought, the creations or the mind which live forever in the world or 
man, and are perpetuated evermore. In the race of intellectual development, 
Freemasons are always foremost, ever in advance, because true to the principles 
of the institution, they are true to their own natures, and true to the Eternal 
lo'ather. 

THE LAW OJ!' LOVE. 

As far back in the records or time aa the promulgation or TBII: LAW, embracing 
within the Teo Commandments the eBBential points or the rt'ligioua aild civil 
code of nations, the principle or love toward God and man was inculcated. As 
a sentiment particularly beautiful in theory, it bas been approved by all religious 
bodies, and the duty of mao loving God and his fellow-man adopted u a pan or 
their theological creed. But beyond the mere theological ex.preuion or the 
sentiment, it bas always been nearly a dead letter; the practice, ex.eept in 
isolated cases, bas never, by either layman or teacher, if words and actions are 
evidence, been considered as a duty obligatory upon man. In aaauming for 
Freemasonry a high morality, and the practice or the moat sacred obligation• 
the relation of mao to his fellow-man imposes, we do not reflect upon other in­
stitutions profeuiog more, further than to state the naked and incontrovertible 
truth, and in &BBerting that love and good-will to man is lived out in the walks 
and circumstances of life to a greater degree among Freemasons, aa memben or 
the institution, than among those or any other religious or benevolent Uloeia­
tioo, we are not dereiving ourselves nor making vain pretensions for the purpoae 
or deception. 1'he mere profession or good-will to our neighbor, without reduc­
ing it to practice in life, is like covering a filthy form with a beautiful garment. 
Uod is love, and the manifestations or His love are seen in all His worD, if we 
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appreciate and correctly interpret the unceasing regard or our Hea\"'enly Parent 
for all the children of His creation. Be good, be kind, love your brother, will 
be seen deeply imprinted with the Divine finger upon all that the outer and 
inner senses can discern. To profess to love God, and not love the being made 
in BiB image, is an idle pretense, a myth, because we can only manifest love to 
God through the representative of the Divine image. Ir Freemasous do not 
love their brother man, and, indeed, there are some who do not, that iB only 
proof that such do not live up to their professiona. The law of love iB stamped 
upon the breast of every man. If it is not developed, it iB a sure indication that 
~he impression has been effaced by corrupt teachings, by neglecting to cultivate 
the Divine nature, by the engrossment of the selfiah desires and the gratification 
of the animal passions. Man's love for his fellow-man has not been manifested 
to any extent in this world, and yet man's need of his kind at all times and aea­
IODI ought to insure the most sincere and kindly feelings for his brother. Free. 
masonry, in its original institution, and as it at the present time teaches, has for 
its object to bind men close!,Y together by the golden chain of love, to unfold the 
kindly sympathies of our natures, to prac~ice those duties which the myaterioaa 
'f'Oice or God within us directs we should do, that thus in the faithful discharge or 
our miBaion as intelligent beings we promote our own as well aa our neighbor'• 
welfare, and manifest our love to the Great Author of our being. 

THE BALLOT. 

TuB highest duty which a Freemason can exercise in his Masonic character is 
that of the ballot. It should, therefore, be exercised conscientiously and bon· 
eatly, and never lightly or with indifference, nor where there is any doubt. The 
purity of the institution depends upon the ballot. IC unworthy applicants are 
admitted into the Lodge, it iB because a due regard to the ballot baa not been 
had. The ballot is the safeguard of the inatitution, and the Freemason who 
votes for an applicant without due inquiry, or has doubts as to the penon's fil­
neas to become a member, iB equally culpable with the one who will 'fote against 
a good and worthy man because or some personal differences or prejudices. The 
highest and purest motives ought to govern the Craft in the exercise or the ballot. 
No man baa a right to become a member of Our order, only such as moral excel­
lence and worth can confer; and these only entitle him to seek fellowship with 111, 

and he must undergo the ordeal of a unanimous ballot. Uno discrimination can be 
made in favor of the man of exalted virtues, surely the door ought to be guarded 
closely, ay, most closely, against those concerning whom we have a doubt. The 
ballot baa no~ been exercised with a due care to the purity,,ntegrity, and perpetu­
ity or the institution. We have enjoyed an unusual degree of prosperity. The 
grea~ desire for Masonry iB abating. Let us not fall into the other error, that 
when so many were knocking at our door it was difficult to discriminate betweell 
the good, and all, or nearly so, were admitted, that now when the applicants are 

.few, these must be received in order to support the Lodges and perpetuate the 
inatitution. This will be a most fatal error. Exercise the ballot with a discrim­
inating judgment, and have no fear as w ~he results. 
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THE GOLDD lllJLB. 

Ir Freemasons do not exemplify in practice the duties or humanity, if the7 
do not exhibit in their intercourse with each other and the world the golden 
rule so emphatically taught in all the mysteries, from the first step to the Jut, 
then in vain may we look elsewhere for that great good which it is incum­
bent on every child or man to assist in accomplishing ; for the lion and the 
lamb, the strong and the weak man to dwell together in peace, and to be linked 
in the golden chain of humanity's relations 80 that the principle or love will 
attract them, and the claims of a common nature actuate them in all of their 
social intercourse with each other. It is not contemplated that the day of thia 
great good is to be postponed until a future time, when it is supposed that the 
laws which govern the universe will be disturbed and the course or the elements 
changed, but it is the duty or every man, and particularl7 those who are bound 
by obligations of a sacred and fraternal character, now, at this time, each one 
for himself, to apply the golden rule to all or his actiona, to square his conduct 
by the eternal law of loYe-love for his fellow-man-so that within his sphere, 
and within the circumference of hia indiYidual self, there shall be no war, no 
antagonism, no hostility to his fellows. 

The time for turning spears into pruning-hooks, and swords into plowshares, 
and establiahing peace between mao and mao is even now, this day, and any 
postponement to a future period ia only a continued violation or the law or love 
which ought to bind man in fraternal relatione with his fellow-man, and the 
golden rule form the basis or all his intercourse and social obligations. The 
ideal future, when man will not be influenced by the puaiooa of his animal 
nature, is too far distant and problematical to go•ern rational, intelligent creat­
ares who ha•e already commenced their immortal career, and to whom e.-e17 
moment is important in dneloping the perfection of their natures in their prog­
reu onward and upward to the ultimate or all perfections. Our duties com­
aeoce here. We muat be pro.-ident or our time. The Great Author or creation 
laaa purposed that his creatures shall a.-ail themselves of the circumstances and 
eonditiooa of the sphere within which they are placed to develop the highest 
plane their natures are capable or attaining. There can be no modification, no 
chuge or the eternal principles which God hu established from the beginning 
or the creation, in order to accommodate His creatures in pursuits irrational, 
and which are not or an upward, progressive tendency. The lawa or God are 
immutable. The period of man's progression commences in the earthly life. It 
ia here where the foundation or our future muat be laid-here where the law or 
lo•e muat be de.-eloped-here where the golden rule moat be practiced-here 
where the strong puaioos or our animal nature muat be controlled by reason­
here where the first atep or our existence commences, and the structure ia 
erected which forms the tabernacle for the immortal spirit-and it is here where 
we form the link in the chain or immortal existences. It is, then, our plain duty 
to obae"e the golden rule, to practice it, to make it the buia or all our aetiona, 
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and thus demonstrate in ourselves that we have lived up to that good time, that 
we have approached that happy era, that the warring passions of our nature 
bave been changed to those or a peaceful character, and a regard for the DiviDe 
image in man forma the basis which influences and directs us in our daily lik 
and conversation. 

THE PB.OBLBK OF KAB''S KISSIOJI'. 

IT would indeed be strange if Freemasonry did not keep pace with the prog· 
ress or intellectual development, with the improvement or the age in the aeefal 
arts, in mental and practical philosophy, and the working out and elucidation of 
the great problt'm, the mi&lim of man. Freemasonry bas to do with man-mao 
the highest creation or the Supreme Mind, man individually, and man in the 
aggregate, and through the exemplification and influence or ita principlee 
and precepts lead the way in promoting the advancement and elevation or the 
race. Like the silent operations or nature which although aDSeen clothe the 
fteld with verdure, cause the blossoms to unfold and the fruit to ripen, or, 
through the creations or animalcule scarcely perceptible or which islands are 
formed, so, Freemasonry unobtrusiv£>ly and in quiet, through the influence or the 
practical virtues or its disciples bas been the means or propagating an enlight­
ened philosophy by which man has learned to subdue and govern his paaions, 
and accord to others that which be claims for himself. That civilization owee 
much to the humanizing principles of Freemasonry cannot be questioned, indeecl 
it would be difficult to assign a cause or greater or equal potency in harmonising 
man, who with diverse interests, dissimilar dispositions, and peculiarities arising 
from the different organic structure or each which in an uncultivated state, or 
where the influence or Freemasonry has not reached, is exhibited in the an­
tagonism or man to his fellow-man, but wherever Freemasonry manifests iteetr, 
and wherever the civilized man goes to plant his standard for the purpoee or 
making the soil subservient to his purposes, there Freemasonry goes also, and 
through the influence or its teachings impels him to walk erect in the majesty 
or his manhood as a being destined Cor the highest purposea. In working out 
the problem or his mission, the Freemason who walks onward, ever onward 
toward the goal or perfection, is never olf, but is continually advancing froa 
lower to higher, always traveling out or the sphere in which he is, onward 
and upward to a better, the point within the centre being his aim. Thaa the 
true Freemason always keeps pace with the progressive developments of man; 
but those who are contented with the mere ceremonial of Freemasonry, who have 
not the disposition to pass out or the outer court, or to acquire the knowledge 
necessary to comprehend the symbolism or the architecture of the interior of 
the temple, have no conception of man's mission, nor do they participate in 
working out or elucidating the great problem, man's present and future being. 
Alas! the outer courts are crowded, ruil, and more than full, and there the vast 
majority or initiates remain, preventing often good and true men from entering, 
while within the sanctum sanctorum there is much empty space.

"My good man, you look wearied and fatigued ; come into the bouse and rest 
yourself, and partake or some refreshment, as you appear to be in need of nour­
ishment."

Oa that man would cultivate within bimsetr a fraternal feeling for his brother 
JD&n, and be governed in his communions, his social relations, his sympathies, 
by the principle of love, and not by impulses, according to circumstances or 
aecidentalsunoundings I Life on earth is necessarily brief, and why should man, 
in violation or the laws of the heavenly principle or love implanted in his nature 
by the Father of all. harbor animosity, be unkind, deceiYe or injure his brother 
man f Every act, word, and thought go to make ap the constituent elements of 
tJu man; and is it not better to cultivate and develop the good, the heavenly, 
the God in man, than the evil f The unkind word spokeD can never be recalled, 
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its eft'eeta upon ourselves may not be wiped out in time, 10 with anger, deeeptioa, 
willful wrong; while these are a perrect barrier to our progress onward and up­
ward, they render us incapable of enjoying the pure delights or commllllion with 
the immortal spirit. Nor do the eft"ects cease with the spirit's entrance into aa. 
other sphere. The deception, the wrong, the evils of anger and unkindnel8 re. 
main, and are not obliterated because of the separation of the body and spirit, 
and the necessary change of condition from the visible to the invisible, from the 
earthly to the spiritual sphere. That must be a work of progress, spiritual Pl'Of·

Ime 
your b1·other man is inscribed upon the recorda of Revelation, and upon the 
hearts of all immortal intelligences. 

K.ASODY IS liOT Jl.ELIGIOll. 

IT is a stereotyped remark of most orators of the clerical order, in deliveriq 
addresses before bodies of Freemasons, t.hat "Masonry is not religion," while at 
the same time they eulogize in the highest degree the principles, tenets, morality, 
-d practical benevolence or Freemasonry. We have often had it in our mind 
to ask those learned divines, our brother Chaplains, what is religion t If reli­
gion is to do justly, love mercy, and walk humbly before God and man, thea we 
say that Mason11 is religion, because it teaches love and obedience to God ancl 
his holy laws, and love to man, and reverence and humility. If by religion ia 
meant a creed-a system of theological dogmas of any or a particular church­
then we say .Amen, that MOAonry is not religion. The religion of Maao011 ia 
not a system of abstrnae metaphysical dogmas, bot ita tenets are plain, pnet.ioll, 
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and or universal comprehension. The highest aspirations or the soul cannot go 
beyond a sincere Jove and veneration for Him who created all things; and to 
Jove God with all our heart and soal, and our neighbor as ourselves, is the 
highest manifestation-the very highest-of devotion. This Masonry teaches in 
all of its degrees, not as abstract dogmas, bot as realities evinced in the life and 
conduct or its disciples. The religion or Masonry constructs no wall to separate 
one portion or the Craft from the rest; bot within its spacious temple all, with­
oat any violation or their principles or profession, worship 1\t its altars as one 
loring brotherhood, in harmony and peace. Ir by religion is meant the religion 
of the church, then we admit that Masonry is not religion, because the church 
baa never been able, nay, has never sought to embrace in communion their 
brother man, because he was a man and their brother; the belief in a certain 
creed is generally the principal and essential qualification-not so with Masonry. 
Jlaaonry teaches that during our pilgrimage on earth we most practice all the 
10cial virtues, exemplify in deeds of benevolence, in sympathy and aiJ'ection, our 
regard for our brother man; and fellowship on these considerationa can alone 
be claimed; and while Masonry requires the evidence of a virtuous and pore 
life, it also demands that the basis of such lire shall have its foundation in aa 
acknowledgment or a belief in the one living and true God. .And as Masonry 
teaches the immortality or the soul, it is conclusive that the belief in God and 
obedience to his holy laws have for their object the happiness or man, not only 
in this life, bot in the life hereafter. Can religion, in its highest senae, claim 
more r .And if .Masonry is not religion, moat it not be something better r 

THB I'IB.ST STEP. 

Taw first step in Freemasonry is the most important, and should not only so 
be considered by the candidate, but he should be so instructed by the Master in 
his charge. The obligations of all future teachings in all the succeeding degreee 
are baaed upon the lessons taught in the initiatory degree. It is for this reaeon 
that the Master should be particularly careful to impress upon the candidate 
the exalted privileges to which he has been admitted by ba\'ing the honors or 
Freemasonry conferred upon him. In receiving tliia degree he is made a link in 
the great chain or Masonry which binds him with good and true men in every 
part or the world. He becomes one of the great brotherhood. He is for the 
first time admitted into a Lodge or Freemasons, and becomes acquainted with 
eome of the mysteries of the Order. Before his admission be is like all the 
world, in darkness, as regards the secrets or Freemasonry. Having entered, lle 
is brought to light, and beholds that which to the uninitiated must ever remain 
a eecret. It is also an evidence that he passed the scrutinizing ordeal or a 
ananimons ballot, that he had been found worthy or being initiated into the 
mysteries or the Order, and that the members were willing to receive him u 
one of their Masonic family. In taking the first 1tep he is taught that as he hu 
been round upright and worthy, so should he ever continue, in order to proY8 
tbM the conftdence or the brethren hu not been milplaced. 
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OJ'PICB 8BBXJYG. 

h is a failing from which few men are exempt to laud those who occupy 
prominent positions in society, not regarding the means, the influence, or the 
merit which may have given them such distinction. It may be wealth, which is 
also lauded, or diplomacy, intrigue or trickery, which baa given a man a proJBi. 
nence ; it matters not, so he baa it be must be worshiped. From thia failing, or 
rather weakness, Freemasons are not free; they also worship Baal, and benee 
the aspiration for office-to be elected Master or Warden ; aud hence the nuoo 
also why the membership give their suffrages, not to merit, not to the trnly 
deserving, but to those who can beat urge their pretensions. This is not uni­
versal. There are many exceptions, where a different rule prenila; bnt in large 
cities rotation in office is the general practice, and wherever such is the u-se 
ambition is excited, aud schemes planned by aspiring members in order to 
secure an election. We need not say that"sucb practices to gain oflice are liD· 

Masonic. The Freemason must, indeed, be very ignorant of the principles of 
Freemasonry who does not know that only those who excel in Masonry ought 
to be advanced, are alone entitled to its honors; and such never seek olllce, 
never seek distinction. Our experience baa taught ua that the beat working 
Lodges, and indeed the beat Masons, are among those where the experieoeed 
workmen are selected, and who for a term of years gu1de the destinies of the 
Lodge. The practice of changing officers every year, for the purpose of making 
Pas' Masters, is a bad one. The inftuence of a Lodge may be increased by such 
a rule, but the inftoence is necessarily of ao .evil character. 

DlJTIBS liOT CmCUJ(SCBIBED. 

FaREliAsoss have a high and noble mission. Their duties are not circumscribed 
to ministering only to the physical wants of their brethren, by no means. Thee 
are higher wants than those which belong to the animal mao, wants w'bich only 
the sympathies of kind and generous souls can supply. In relieving the ph,Yiieal 
needs of our brethren, we only act aa almoners of the bountit'a which the Good 
Father has supplied us with, we give a portion of our superabundance, we give 
that which we most of neceBBity leave llehind us when we go to that "nueeo 
land" where spirits and angels dwell, we give of that which neither impoverishes 
us nor contributes to our future welrare. But if we share our sympathies with 
our brother, if we inspire him with hope when life is blank aud all is drear 
within, if we animate him with noble aspirations, if we arouse his drooping 
energies, if we encourage him to pursue life's journey, and to overcome the 
trials and temptations of our nature, if by our counsel and guidance we aid him 
in improving himself morally and spiritually, then we really act up to our high 
vocation not only as members of the Masonic Order, but aa men made in the 
image and likeneBB or God.

Tuz world, judging Freemasonry from the stand-point of some who have 
unfortunately been admitted into the institution, do it and the majority or its 
membership great injustict>. It ia true that it is the fault of the members that 
unworthy men have been and are admitted into the Masonic brotherhood; but 
where is the institution existing that is not liable to, and whose membership 
have not committed a similar error? Frl'emasons are but men, and friendship 
or personal interests will sway the minds or some, and cause them to be blind to 
the faults of those whom they desire to see linked in the fraternal chain. As a 
human institution, Freemasonry is based upon principles calculated to develop 
the beat impulses of our nature, a generous philanthropy, a genuine benevolence, 
a fraternal, a humanizing spirit. These godlike characteristics are exhibited in 
the dai)y life and practice of the true Freemason. In every community will be 
found members of our time-honored Order, who are exemplary in all their 
actions, and it may be said that the men who have gained a character among 
their fellow-citizens for all that is noble and good are in fact Freemasons. It is, 
therefore, ungenerous and unjust to judge the entire membership or the frater­
nity because of a few black sheep having been admitted into our Order. There 
is nothing that is good in morals or religion which is not taught in our mysteries, 
and no institution can have a better foundation or better principles than Free­
muonrv. 

TliB AICIEIT CHARGES. 

Tax ancient charges afford the most ample food for reftection, and the Free­
muon who will read them attentively and thoughtfully cannot fail to become 
imbued with sentiments which must necessarily promote his earthly happiness, 
u well as benefit him spiritually, if he will only live up to the principles which 
they enjoin. We can conceive of no better mode for the brethren to employ 
their time, when not engaged in actual labor, than to take any one sentiment con­
tained in these charges and make it the basis or an addreaa or lecture, or eluci­
date it in conversational discuaaion. Take our word for it, that any Lodge which 
will act up to the above suggestion will be distinguished for the correctueaa of 
its work and its symbolic exemplification, as well as the moral rectitude of its 
membership. 'fake, for example, the following from the fifth section of article 
aix: "Yon must also consult your health, by not continuing together too late, 
or too long from home, after Lodge hours are past, and by avoiding of gluttony 
or drunkenness, that your families be not neglected or injured, nor yon disabled 
from working." 

No one will question the sonndneaa or propriety or the sentiments contained 
in the text just quoted. It must be remembered that the ancient charges em­
body the landmarks or Freemasonry. These cannot be changed, nor should

they be violated. The rule of conduct laid down in the above extract u tu ob­
ligatory upon Freemtuonll to observe as what are termed the secrete of the 
Order. Indeed, every Freemason baa obligated himaelf to maintain the land­
marks or the Order, and the above mles form a part of the landmarks. In order 
to impress particularl1 upon the members or the Order the obligation to obaerTe 
the above rules of conduct, the ancient charges should be frequeut11 read, com­
mented npon and made the basis of Masonic lectures. The extract we hue 
made from the chArges can be elaborated and dilated upon so aa to add interest 
to the Lodge meetings, and benefit and improve it.a membenhip. We need not 
be more particular. Will the brethren try it? Every Lodge ought to be a 
school or instruction, and no better nor more effective plan can be adopted than 
the one we have suggested. 
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ENGLAND. 

GRAND LODGE OF ENGLAND. 

FREIUIASONRY no doubt existed in Britain before the Roman invasion. There ia 
abundant reliable historical and other documentary evidence showing ita estab. 
iishment and subsequent progress and extension. The first Grand Lodge wu 
established in 926, by Edwin, brother to Athelt~tane, the then reigning monarch. 
King Athelstane granted a charter to his brother Edwin, empowering the frater­
nity to assemble annually at York. This Grand Lodge exercised jurisdiction over 
all England, and the fraternity universally acknowledged allegiance to it. The 
City or York was at that time the metropolis of England, and it was conceded to 
be the original S('at of Masonic government-no other place pretended to claim 
it. The Grand Lodge was held in the highest veneration, and every Mason in 
the kingdom considered himself bound by the charges which originally sprung 
from that body. "To be ranked," Preston remarks, in 1772, ·•as descendants or 
the original York Masons, was the glory and boast of the brethren in almost 
every country where Masonry has been regularly established; and from the prev­
alence and universality of the idea that in the City ot York Masonry was first 
authorized by charter, the Masons of England have received tribute from the 
first States in Europe." The Grand Lodge at York continued to hold supreme 
jurisdiction in England, and ita authority was universally recopized, until in 
the fil't.eenth century, the Craft in London, where they had become namerou, 
also became ambitious to have the seat of Masonic government transferred 
from the City or York to the City or London. It appears that in consequence 
or certain demands, a Grand Master was "appointed" tor the Sooth of Eng­
land, in 1567. What the nature or these demands were, or why a Grand Mas­
ter was appointed for the South or England (by which is understood the diatric' 
embracing the City of London) can only be inferred from what Preston says, 
ud the subsequent history of the London Freemasons. Preston, in his "Illus­
trations or Masonry," has an article under the caption "Ancient Historical 
Records or Masonry," which refers to an invasion or the rights or the York 
Grand Lodge, from which we copy the following: "As the constitutions or the 
English Lodges are derived from this General Assembly at York-u all Ma­
sons are bound to observe and preserve those in all time coming-and as there 
ia no eati•tactory proof that each assembly was ever regularly removed by the 
resolution of ita members, bat that, on the contrary, the fraternity still continue 
to meet in that city under this appellation, it may remain a doubt whether, while 
those constitutions exist as the standard of Mo.souic conduct, that ABBembly may 
not justly claim the allegiance to which their original authority entitled them; 
ud whether any other convention of Masons, however great their consequence 
may be, can, consistently with those constitutions, withdraw their allegiance Crom 

((77) 
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that Assembly, or set aside an authority to which not only anliqt~.ity, but tile 
concurrent approbation of Maaom for agu, under the moat 30lm&A tJAgQJ}t­

menb, have repeatedly given a &anction. 
"It is to be regretted that the idea or superiority, and a wish to acquire ablo­

lute dominion, should occasion a contest among Masons. Were the principles 
of the Order better understood, and more generally practiced, the inteotioa or 
the institution would be more Cully answered. Every Mason would consider hia 
brother as his fellow, and be who, by generous and virtuous actions, could best 
promote the happiness or society, would always be most likely to receive bomase 
and respect." 

It is singular that Dr. Oliver, in his reprint of Preston, omits the wholeorthe 
two paragraphs just quoted. Preston, however, with the records before him. 
and understanding the whole of the question, gives a plain intimation why a 
Grand Master was appointed for the South of England, and the motives that 
influenced the Craft in London in their subsequent aggreuion and usurpation or 
the powers vested in the Grand Lodge at York. The Grand Master, appoiated 
in 1567 Cor the South or England, was Sir Thomas Gresham, an eminent au~ 
wealthy merchant. Preston says: "Notwithstanding this new appointment of 
a Grand Master for the South, the General Assembly continued to meet in the 
City or York as heretofore, where all the records were kept; and to this As­
sembly appeals were made on every important occasion." The brethren in Lon. 
don having obtained the appointment of a Grand Master in 1567, aspired to 
other powers. Thus we find that in the year 1603, in the reign or James 1., 
Inigo Jones was" nominated Grand Master of England," in contradistinction 
to the Grand Master or the Grand Lodge at York, who bore the title of "The 
Grand Master of all England;" and the records of the Grand Lodge of Eng. 
land show that be, Inigo Jones, according with the views or the London Masons, 
exercised all the powers or a Grand Master, as though the York Grand Lodge did 
not exist, and held " Quarterly Communications or the Grand Lodge of Masten 
and Wardens, and the Annual General Assembly, and Feast on SL John's Day, 
when he was annually rechosen until A.D. 1618." The questions arise, where 
did he get his authority to hold Quarterly Communications and Annual General 
Assemblies 1 or, were the exercises or these powers usurped T In the year 1663, 
at a General Assembly, held December twenty-seventh, Henry Jermyn, Earl of 
SL Alban's, was elected Grand Master. He appointed Christopher Wren u one 
or his Wardens. At this Auembly six regulations were adopted: see p. 40 of 
this volume. All or these regulations, notwithstanding their Masonic charac­
ter, were revolutionary in spirit and intent, considering the relations this body 
heid to the Grand Lodge at York. The fifth regulation entirely ignores the ex­
istence or the parent Grand Lodge, the Grand Lodge at York, and were adopted 
to give the appearance or law to usurped powers, and as a cover to their eon· 
templated rebellion, which had for its aim an independent Masonic sovereignty. 
It is to be regretted that the Grand Lodge at York never published any of its 
transactions; all our information is derived rrom historical memoranda, and from 
the publications or the present Grand Lodge of England, and writers holding 
membership under the latter body, consequently the data may be implicitly re­
lied upon as correct in every particular. The adoption of this regulation was 
no doubt the incipient step toward throwing off altogether their allegiance to 
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•he Grand Lodge at York, which the Masons in London accomplisbed in 171'1. 
The history of the Order for the preceding filly yean is very meagre. It is 
known that Christopher Wren commenced his Masonic career in 1660, at which 
time be was twenty-eight years of age. As stated above, be was appointed 
Beoior Grand Warden in 1663, and be finally was chosen Grand Master, and 
was continued in oflice until be attained a very great age. His devotion to the 
interests of the fraternity is well P.StabJished. It may be fairly inferred that he 
was not favorable to the revolutionary spirit that was manifested among the 
Masons in London, and in consequence of which be was displaced as chief 
Architect to the Crown, and a Mr. William Benson, a man or much inferior skill, 
appointed in his place. How much influence Dr. Anderson and other Masona 
in London had in this move.ment, aay be inferred by implication. Dr. Ander­
son tells us "that Sir Christopher Wren negl~ctecl the Lodges, and that this wu 
'he cause or the great falling oft' of the Masons." Dr. Anderson and the mem­
bers or the independent Orand Lodge took every pains to give the impreaaiOil 
that there were but few ·Lodges at work at that particular time-that there was 
a great falling off' or the Masons-..nd that this state of things waa owing to Sir 
Christopher W reo's neglecting to attend to his proper oflicial duties. The motive 
for giving publicity to BUch statements will be obvious to every impartial, in$el­
ligent Freemason, as they are not borne out by facts. 

In 1695, King William was privately initb&ted into Freemasonry, and he 
approved the choice of Sir Christopher as Grand Master. At a General 
Assembly and feaa't in 1697, many persons of eminence were present, and 
Charles, Duke of Richmond and Lennox, was proposed and elected Grand 
Kaster, who appointed Sir Christopher his Deputy. Hia Grace continued in 
oflice only one year, and was succeeded by Sir Christopher, who continued at 
the bead of the fraternity at least until the completion of St. Paul'a, in 1710. 
There are sufficient evidences in addition to his labors to prove that Sir Chrilto­
pher Wren was an active man, vigorous in body and mind. It is possible that 
he felt keenly the insult of being displaced after having for more than ftfty yean 
faithfully executed, and with great skill and ability, every trust committed to 
him, for a mere pretender, and consequently did not take as lively an intereat 
in attending the Aaaemblies or the Craft; or more probably, he may have felt 
that a schismatic sentiment was gaining ground, which he was unwilling to 
fellowship with, and which he was unable to arrest or overcome. The intimatioa 
is plainly given by Dr. Anderson, Dr. Desaguliera, and other distinguished 
members of the Order, who formed the Orand Lodge in 1717, that the four 
Lodges, the old Lodge or St. Paul, held at the Goose and Uridiron ; the old 
Lodge, No. 2, held at the Crown, which two or three years afterward beo&me 
extinct; the old Lodge, No. 3, held at the Apple-Tree Tavern, which alao 
nrvived only a few years, on account of disagreements between the membera; 
and Lodge, No. 4, held at the Bummer and Grapes Tavern, were the ooly 
Lodgea at that time in England ; but that was an erroneous impreuion, coa­
veyed for the purpose or juatifying them in the formation of an independeat 
Grand Lodge. It is a well-eatabliahed fact that Freemasonry attaiaed a very 
high decree or eminence in the time of Sir Christopher Wren, that the Lodgea 
were numerous and the Craft in a flourishing condition. The truth ia as atated 
by Sandy, p. 65, that "in the beginning of the reign or George the Fin" aa 
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unfortunate 1chilm arose in the Society," in consequence of Sir Cbria\opller 
Wren having been superseded by Mr. Wm. Benson. This schism was kept ap 
until 1717, when the Grand Lodge was formt>d, and afterward. Who were tile 
schismatics? Certainly not Sir Christopher and the Craft who adhered to him. 
Bandy also remarks: "About the year 1717, Dr. Deaaguliers, who was Grud 
Master in 1719, a man of considerable scientific attainments, with other mea of 
talent, took considerable pains in arranging and modeling that eyatem of 
Freemasonry which, prior to the memorable union in 1813, was recognised ill 
London, in opposition to what was then called .Ancient Masonry, and certaiD 
peculiar toasts and ceremonies were introduced at his installation feast." * • • 
p. 66. "The .Ancient Masons, as they were called, chiefly assembled in the 
country, after the schism in the time of Sir Christopher Wren." It is eridea& 
from the extracts just quoted, that the schismatics .Anderson and Deaagalien, 
after the organization of the Grand Lodge and before, introduced innontioDI 
which the true members of the Craft would not recognize. 

The Grand Lodge, however, was successful in its revolution, and its origin· 
tors were by no means scrupulous in assuming nnlawful powers-innding the 
jurisdiction of the mother Grand Lodge, and under the Yery shadow of ita 
temple aiding and abetting rebellion. We quote from Preston: "A few brethren 
at York having, on some trivial occasion, seceded from their ancient Lodge, they 
applied to London for a warrant of constitution, and, without inquiry into the 
merits of the case, their application was honored. Instead or being recom­
mended to the mother Lodge to be restored to faYor, these brethren were ea­
eouraged in their revolt, and permitted, under the banner of the Grand Lodge 
at London, to open a new Lodge in the City or York itself." A abort &ime 
after the above flagrant outrage, the London Grand Lodge again invaded the 
jurisdiction of the York Grand Lodge. We copy again from Preston: "The 
Earl of Crawford, 1734, seema to have made another encroachment on the jllfil. 
diction of the Grand Lodge at York, by constituting two Lodges within their 
district, and by granting, without their consent, three deputations." The Londoa 
Grand Lodge in 1738 published a second book of Constitutions, differing mate­
rially in the organic laws of Masonry from those published in 1723. Jn tbia 
book of 1738, after enumerating a list of names as Provincial Grand Masten 
appointed for different places abroad, they say: ".All these foreign Lodges are 
under the patronage of our Grand Mall.er of England; but the old Lodge at 
York City, and the Lodges of Scotland, Ireland, France, and Italy; aJfediftg 
indepenclenciu, are under their own Grand Masters." ".A.jf«:tift{J . independeo­
cies I" Consistent Grand Lodge of schismatics I They would not bow the bee 
to Baal-they would not recognize a body of revolutionists, but because they 
adhered to their legitimate organization, they "ajfected independency f' A. 
third encroachment on the jurisdiction of the Grand Lodge at York wu made 
in 1738, by Carnarvon, Grand Master, by the appointment of a Provincial Graad 
Master for the West Riding or Y orkahire. This latter encroachment, Preat.oa 
remarks, " so widened the breach between the brethren in the North and Sou~ 
of England, that thenceforward all future correspondence between the Graad 
Lodges totally ceased." 

The London Grand Lodge, on the 24th or June, 1723, adopted the followiag 
resolution, ( ed. 17 38, p. 17 5, and Masonic Library, Yol. ii. p. 659 :) "That it- il 
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not in tb41 power of any man, or body of men, to make any alteration or innova­
tion in the body of Masonry, without the consent first being obtained of the 
Grand Lodge." This resolution of the Grand Lodge is either not generally 
mown, or those who believe iD the legality or the formation of the new Grand 
Lodge, think it beat not to mention it. The resolution, however, was offered 
aod adopted by the Grand Lodge. It would hardly be worth while asking the 
question, If a Grand Lodge ought to be recognized, and fellowship held with 
ita members, that would declare that innOtXJtiom in the body of Ma1onry coWd 
be made if the Grand Lodge comrnted to it 1 The friends of Anderson of 1723 
will please n1ake a note of this resolution. 

Preston, in commenting upon the illegal invasion of the jurisdiction or the 
Grand Lodge of York, by the London Grand Lodge, says : " It is much to be 
regretted that any separate interests should have destroyed the social intercoune 
or Masons: but it is no leas remarkable than true, that the brethren in the North 
and those in the South are now in a manner unknown to each other. Notwith­
standing the pitch or eminence and splendor at which the Orand Lodge in 
London baa arrived, neither the Lodges of Scotland nor Ireland court ita corre­
spondence." 

" This unfortunate circumstance has been attributed to the introduction cf ca 
fevJ modem innovation~ among the Lodgu in the &tdh." It is a well.estab­
liahed fact that the Lodges in London did make some innovations about this 
time, and hence the term" modern," which was applied to them, and rightfully, 
by the true body of Masons. 

Our limits will not justify us in pursuing our investigations. It is certain 
that the origin of the Grand Lodge formed iD 17L 7 has been greatly misunder­
stood. The acta of aggression upon the rights of the parent Grand Lodge, 
commenced nearly two centuries before, resulted in throwing off their allt'giance 
altogether, and forming an independent Grand Lodge. The City of London 
bad grown to a vast metropolis. The Craft were unwilling to be subordinate to 
a body located in a small city in the interior of the country. Besides, old Craft 
Masonry did not suit their progreaaive notions. At the Assembly and Feaat, 
June 24th, 1718, it was desired of the brethren "to bring to the Gran4 Lodge 
any old writings and recorda concerning Masons and Masonry, in order to show 
the usages in ancient times ; and this year several old copies of the Gothic Con­
stitutions were produced and collated." On the 29th of September, 1721, the 
Grand Master and the Lodge, "finding fault with all the copies or the old 
Gothic Constitutions, ordered Brother James Anderson, A.M., to digest the 
same in a new and better method." On the 27th or December, 1721, "fourteen 
learned brothers were appointed to examine Brother Anderson's manuscript, 
aod to make report." At the Grand Lodge, 25th of March, 1722, "the said 
committee or fourteen reported that they had perused Brother Anderson's 
manuscript, viz. : "The History, Charges, Regulations, and Master's Song, and, 
after .ome amendmrntl, had approved of it." 'fhis book or constitutions, after 
beiDg amended, altered, changed, etc., iD committees and by the Grand Lodge, 
wu approved on the 17th or January, 1723; and from the above hiatof1 aod 
extracts, an opinion may be formed as to the truthfulness of the document, aod 
agreement of the so-called Anderson's Constitutions with the anci~ Gothic 
Constitution, containiDg the true and ancient laws and usages or the fraternity. 
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.A.a the York Grand Lodge did not take any pablic notice of the aehimaticl, 
and as the latter body gave public notoriety to all of ita tranaactioaa, it wu 
successful in establishing and multiplying Lodge~. There were at the time ol 
the organization of the Grand Lodge, in 1717, many LOdges holding under tile 
York Constitutions in London, and throughout England, which had to auccnmb 
to the popularity of the new Grand Lodge. The Grand Lodges of Scotland lllCl 
Ireland refused, in common with the York Grand Lodge, to fellowship wit.h or 
countenance the new Grand Lodge, which had not only innovated apoa dte 
Landmarks of Freemasonry, but altered and changed the ancient lawa aad 
charges. In 1738, James Anderson, by direction of the Grand Lodge, pre­
pared a new book of Constitutions, in which the "Ancient Charges" dil'er nry 
materially from the ancient charges published in the 1723 edition. These IaUer 
charges are ge,nerally accredited to Laurence Dermott, who, in 1756, eight.eea 
years later, published an Ahiman Rezon, in which he copied the 1738 ancieat 
charges of Anderson verbatim. If we were to e.xpreaa an opinion why Ander­
son, in 1738, published a code of charges di1fercnt in constitutional and Masonic 
principles from those published in 1723, we would say that u at that time (1738) 
the York Grand Lodge began to show an outward opposition to the new e.tab­
lishment, and, aa it had right on its side, public opinion was with it, the new 
Grand Lodge was in a manner impelled to declare a code of charges more in 
consonance with ancient established uages, and which accorded with those 
practiced by the York Grand Lodge. This history might be extended throagh 
some volumes from published data of the last century,and particularly from t.he 
records of the new Grand Lodge, showing more clearly than we have, in t.he 
limited space at our command, the illegality of the Grand Lodge formed in 1717, 
ita previoua aggressions and its continued and subsequent innovations upon t.he 
body of Masonry, which it claimed the right to make by ita resolution of JIUI8 
2'th, 1723; but aa the history of the formation of the Grand Lodge of England 
in 17 L 7 baa not yet been written, and aa the Ancient Grand Lodge at York from 
1717 has been almost totally ignored by all Masonic writers, we leave the tui 
t.o. the future historian, satisfied with having thrown out some hints, not hereto­
fore noticed, for his guidance.

The temple on Mount Moriah was begun in the fourth year or the reign of 
King Solomon, which was A.ll. 2992. 

In the year A.ll. 3029, Solomon died, and Reboboam was crowned King of 
Israel. The tribes of Israel, however, were divided, because or the refusal of 
Rehoboam to redress some grievances, and ten of the tribes united under the 
banner of Jeroboam, and elected him their King, under the title of King of Israel. 
The tribes or Judah and Benjamin, however, remained loyal to Reboboam, and 
be was thenceforward called King of Judah. 

The tribes were thus divided, and remained under two distinct governments, 
two hundred and fifty.fonr years, when the teo tribes fell a prey to.Salmaoezer, 
King of Assyria, who utterly destroyed their govcmment. '"'e subseqneo' 
history of the teo tribes of Israel is involved in mystery. 1'he two tribes, under 
the Kings of Judah, dwelt in the cities of Judah and Benjamin. 

In A.ll. 3033, the fifth year or the reign of Rehoboam, Shisbak, King or Egypt, 
pillaged the temple at Jerusalem, and carried oft' the holy vessels. 

In A.ll. 3063, Asa brought into the temple the golden vessels which he and 
his father bad prepared and dedicated. 

In A.ll. 3380, Josiah orders the temple to be repaired, and finds a copy or the 
book or the law.

FRANCE. 

HISTORY fUrnishes us with a very imperfect state or Freemasonry in Fraoce; 
ho1fever, we are pretty well assured that the art flourished there as early as .&..D. 

126. Many or the brethren came from England about the year 254, and many 
more followed in the year 680. Under the ancient Gallic and Norman princes, 
Masonry received very extraordinary marks or ind1;dgence; there is no doubt but 
that the skill or Masons, which "'as always great even in the mos~ barbarous 
times, their wonderful kindneas and attachment to each other, ho"' dilrerent 
soever in condition, and their fidelity in religiously keeping their secreta, most 
expose them, in ignorant, troublesome, and superstitions times, to a vast nriety 
or adventures, according to the different rate or parties, aod other alterations or 
government. It is, however, to be remarked that Masons in all countries have 
aJ .... aya been loyal, which frequently exposed them to great severities, especially 
in the dark ages, when power "'ore the trappings or jnstice, and those who com­
mitted treason punished good men as traitors. 

In the year 1737, France followed the example of Holland in disturbing the 
repose or the society; though many or the nobility had defended the Masonic 
Lodges, and interested the court in their behatr,yet they .... ere decreed to the 
same fate as the united provinces of Holland, by reaaon that under the pretense 
of the inviolable secrets or the Order, they might cover some daogerous design, 
1fhich might in the end be not only to the disadvantage of religion, but even of 
the king's peace. But thcne day• are gone by; at this time, especially in coun­
tries 1fhere freedom of conscience as regards religion is tolerated, there are none 
so scrupulous in regard to Masonry as they "'ere formerly. 

The first public Masonic edifice built in France 1fa& in Marseilles, entitled 
.. The Lodge or St. John;" it 1fas flfty.eight feet lODR', thirty broad, and forty­
t1JO feet high. Jt 1fas decorated 1fith paintings Of the beat artists. .A.t the 
bottom of the hall, under a gilded canopy with blue hangings and trimmed with 
gold, is a painting representing the Genina of Masonry, supporting the portrait 
of the then King of France. with an inscription in Latin the traoslation of 
which is, "The Masona at Marseilles have erected this monument of their aft'ee­
tion to their moat beloved king." 

.A. genius seated belo"' the pedestal presents 1fith one hand this inscription, 
and with the other the arms or the Lodge, with their motto, Deo Regi, et 
Patn're, Fidelita., that is, Fidelity to God, our king, aud country. .A.bo'fe this 
is a genius which crowns the king. 

To the right or this is auother splendid painting, representing the wisdom of 
Solomon, 1fith this inscription above it, Prudmcia, i.e. Prudence. 

To the left is auother, representing the 'courage of St. John the Baptist in 
remonstrating with Herod upon his debaucheries, with this inscription, Forti­
tudo, i.e. Fortitude. 
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The right aide or the hall is ornamented with paintings or equal grandeur i 
the first represents Joseph acknowledging his brethren, and pardoning them for 
the ill usage he had received from them, with thia inscription, Venia, i.e. 
Pardon. 

The second repre11enta Job upon the dung-hill, his bonae destroyed, his fields 
laid waste by storm, his wife insulting him, and himself calm, lifting his banda 
toward heaven, with this inscription, Patien.tia, i.e. Patience. 

The third represents St. Paul and St. Barnabas refusing divine honors at Lye. 
tra, with this inscription, Humilitcu, i.e. Humility. 

The fourth, Jonathan when be warned David to keep from the city, in order 
to avoid the danger which threatened his days, with this inscription, .AmicUI4, 
i.e. Friendship. 

The fifth, Solomon surveying the works of the Temple, and giving h~ orden for 
the execution of the plan w:hicb his father, David, had left him of i&, with this 
inscription, Pietcu, i.e. Piety. 

The sixth, St. Peter and the other Apostlea paying tribute to C..r, by 
means of the piece of money found miraculously in the belly or a fish, with thia 
inscription, Fidelitat, i.e. Fidelity. 

The seventh, the cbari1.y of the good Samaritan, with this iuscription, Ch4n: 
tcu, i.e. Charity. 

The left aide of the hall contains three paintings; the first, Tobiaa curing his 
father, with these words for the inscription, Filiale Debitum, i.e. Filial Debt. 

The second, the father oft~ Prodigal Son, when he embraces him and par­
dona his offenaea, with this inscription, Obed,·emia, i.e. Obedience. 

On each side of the door are two paintings of equal grandeur; one reprelellt.. 
ing the Apostles giving alma in common; the inscription is, El~ i.e. 
Almsgiving. 

The other represents Lot receiving the angela in his house, believing thea t.o 
be strangers; the inscription is, Ho6pitalitaa, i.e. Hospitality. 

The four comers of the hall are decorated with four allegorical painting~; ia 
one is represented two geniuses holding a large medal, on which is painted 
three pillars of a gold color, with a motto in Latin, which, translated, reads thua, 
"Here Virtue, Wisdom, and Beauty fixed their seat." In another, two geni1111e1 
holding a large medal, on which is represented three hearts set on fire by the 
same flame, united by the bond of the Order, with 'this motto, also in Letin, 
"Love joins their hearts, and Piety the tie." 

The others are in the same taste, bot supported by one genius only, or a smaller 
size. The medals represent as follows: 'l'he first, three branches, one of oli't'e, 
another of laurel, and another of myrtle, with this motto, "Here peace we give, 
and here by turns receive." The other, a level in a band coming from a cload, 
placed perpendicularly upon a heap of atones of unequal forms and sizes, wiUI 
this motto, "One equal law, of high and low the lot." 

All these paintings are of the most exquisite order. The building waa fin­
ished in the year 1765, having the following inscription over the inner door:-

"The Grand Master and Deputy, and the whole body of Freem&IIOilll at M.ar­
aeilles, have erected these different examples of the virtues and monuments of 
the fraternal liberality, proposed to the imitation of their brethren, and to the 
honor of the Supreme Architect of the universe, in the year of the light, 5766." 
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M:oet all the Lodges of France consist of a great number of members, among 

whom are many nobles of the land, and generally have their kings and princes 
presiding over their deliberations. The greater number of Muons are gentle­
men of the highest order of talent, and ofticera under the government, who do 
honor to their several Masonic stations. 

GERMANY. 

The first knowledge of any regolar Masonic Lodge having been instituted in 
Germany was in 1738, although Masonry existed at a very early date in that 
country. It was located at Brunswick, under the auspices of the Grand Lodge 
of Scotland, and on the fifteenth of .A.ugost, in the same year, the then King of 
Prnuia was initiated, who soon after ordered a new Lodge to be opened in Ber­
lin. Masonry then began to flourish, and many other Lodgt'll were instituted in 
the Pruuian dominions under the royal auspices. In the year 1740, the King 
exprelllied that it would give him great pleasure to have another Lodge opened 
in Berlin, in consequence of which Baron Bielfield and the privy counselor Jor­
dan took that charge upon them, and formed a Lodge under the denomination 
of the Three Globes. Their Constitution bore date in the month of June, 1740, 
and in the following month Prince William, the Margrave Charles, and the 
Duke of Holstein Beck were initiated in the new Lodge, and in a very few years 
afterward there were at least fifty new Lodges, who acknowledged this Lodge 
as the Superior Grand Lodge of Germany. When the Baron Bielfield left the 
King of Pruuia's dominions, who bad acted aa the Grand Master, Margrave 
Charle1 was elected in his place, and on his demise Frederick .A.ugostua, Prince 
of Brnnswick, presided over the Craft. In the year 1775, the Grand Lodge of 
Berlin sent a Deputy to the Grand .ASBembly, which was held at Brnnswick, who 
admitted . a certain approved system planned by nine princes of the empire, 
agreeably to which all the German Lodges were requested to work ; forty-one 
only entered into the Auoeiation, who chose Frederick Augoatus for their Grand 
Muter. On this occasion a splendid gold medal was struck, and presented by 
the forty-one reunited Lodges to their new Grand Muter; on one aide of which 
was represented the buat of the Prince, with this iDBCript.ion round it, Ferdinaftd 
Dut.c Brum. et Luneb.; on the other aide, a lion sleeping under the eye of Provi­
dence, under which are these words, Va<le, Vici, Quiuro, and under these the 
following: Ob. Felic, Reunion. Murar. Li'beror German. 

The Society, however, was not free from persecutions in Germany, occasioned 
by the great jealousy of some ladies belonging to the Court, who, having en­
deavored by various arttul and crafty designs to get eome of their agents into 
many of the Lodges, though without the desired effect. attempted to inflame 
the mind of Maria Theresa, the Empress Queen, against the Society, and carried 
it so far with that Princeu as to get an order for surprising them all in their 
Lodges, to revenge in as open a manner as pOSBible eome all'tonta they imag­
ined had been given them by the fraternity. Bat the success of their andenak-
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ing did "not, by any means, anawer the intentions or their diligence and indllltrJ, 
for no leas a personage than the late Emperor Joseph the First, the most emj. 

nent )(aeon in Europe, instantly put a stop to all their proceedings by deelariD~ 
• himself ready to answer for their conduct, and to redress aay plea that could be 

alleged against them ; but that the ladies and their abettors must find some 
bt>tter foundation for complaint, before be should enter into the merits of the 
case, as what bad thus far appeared was only falsehood at!d misrepresentation. 

This event might probably be the reason that no more Lodges appear to ban 
been established in Pruuia, under the English Constitution, previous to the 
year 1767, when a patent was obtained from the Duke of Beaufort to constitute 
a Lodge at Berlin under the name of Le Royale York, which name was adopted 
in honor of the late Duke of York, who was there initiated into Masonry daring 
his travels. 

In 1769, a Lodge was constituted at Brunswick, by virtue of a patent from 
En.gland, which may properly be called the chief Lodge in that part of Ger. 
many. The work in Masonry is here conducted alternately in the German aod 
French languages. This Lodge was afterward constituted a Grand Lodge in 
1770, on which occasion a very numerous and splendid company of :Muoo1 
attended. The annual contributions of this Lodge for charitable purposes are 
on the most extensive scale. 

Prince Ferdinand of Brunswick generously consented, at that time, to be the 
patron of the Lodge, and also accepted the office or Master, and ab011t that 
time he received a dispensation from England, empowering him to preside u 
Provincial Grand Master over all the Lodges in Lower Saxony. Under this 
appointment a Deputy Grand Master was appointed to superintend the govern­
ment of the Lodges. 

we have a German book or Masonry before Ul, printed by Masonic &D· 

thority in 1777, which calls the King of Prussia Prot.!ctor of all Masona in 
Germany ; Ferdinand, Duke of Brunswick and Lunenburg, Elected Grand Muter 
of all the United Lodges in Germany; Duke Charles, the reigning Duke or Bruo• 
wick, Protector ; Frederick Augustus, Prince of Brunswick and Lunenbufl!', 
Provincial Grand Master of all United Lodges in the Pruuian dominiona; 
Prince Maximilian Julius Leopold, of Brunswick and Lunenburg, Deputy Pro­
vincial Grand Mast.!r; Charles, the Landgrave or Hesse tlassel, Provincial 
Grand Master in Denmark, and Protector of the United Lodges in Hamburg; 
Absalom, St. George, and Emanuel, and Charles Christian Joseph, Duke of 
Courland, Protector of Muons in Courland, etc. etc. 

Since the principal sovereign Princes, and most all the nobility and persona 
of eminence and distinction in Germany have long stood forth, and at thia mo­
ment are protectors and patrons of the Society of Freemasons, it is not sarpria­
ing that the Order flourished in a particular manner throughout that extensive 
empire. The harmony of the brotherhood has, notwithstanding, been greatiJ 
disturbed a second time by the introduction of principles quite new in Masonry. 
The propagators of these novelties first appeared at the conclusion or tbe war 
in Germany, and most of them being necessitous persons, they in a manner sub. 
aiated upon the spoils of their deluded adherents. 'l'hey pretended to a superior 
knowledge in the science of Masonry. and took npon themselves the appellatioo 
of the Reform of the North, under which name they &SBembled for some time; 
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bat at last their priDciples were inquired into by the trne brotherhood, and 
found to be inconsistent with true and good Masonry; at last it fell to the 
ground, and is now no more. 

In 1768 the Freemasons in Germany obtained a charter, empoweriDg them, 
legally, to convene their Lodges, and to traneact the busineaa of their Society, 
from the King of Prnaaia, who accepted the office of Grand Muter, the Elector 
of Saxony, and the Queen of Hungary and Bohemia. This charter was after­
ward ratified and confirmed by the greatest Muon in Europe, the Emperor of 
Austria. These crowned heads had long experienced the great utility of the 
Order in relieving the poor and needy in their several dominions, in erecting 
schoola and seminaries for orphans or deserted children, 110d in establishing 
funds for those parents whose narrow circumstances would not permit them to 
provide for their ol'spriog or give them such an education u was necessary to 
render them fit and useful membera of society. 

Immediately after this charter was obtained, Masonry assumed a new form in 
Germany. The greatest part or the Lodges annihilated all their foreign Coo­
ltitutiona, and erected a new Grand Lodge at Berlin, where a fresh code of lawa 
and regulations were formed. This Orand Lodge &Biumed the name 6f Mother 
Lodge, and granted many W arranta, under the general title of Strict Observ­
ance. Several Lodges were constituted in different Provinces. By these lawa 
it was enacted that no penon should be made a Muon unless his character wsa 
unimpeachable, and his manner of living, or hie profeaaion, respectable; that he 
should pay twenty-five rix dollar& (about $20) for his initiation in the flrat de­
gree, double that sum on his being received in the second, and that again doubled 
on his being made a Muter Muon; that he should remain at least three montha 
in every degree, and that two-thirds of the anms so received should be sent quar­
terly to the Provincial Lodges, and from thence annually to the Grand Lodge; 
tbe remaining third should be appropriated for the expenaea of the particular 
Lodges, and the accumulation of the two-thirds of the fees of every candidate 
for a fund to be employed in granting pensions to superannuated Freemuona 
according to their several circumstances. It is greatly to be wished that nch 
a mode or proceeding was adopted everywhere, and then Masonry would be on 
a more respectable footing. The honor of admillion, and the privileges of the 
Order are too low, and every one can be admitted who will pay the stipulated 
fee. 

These innovations induced the Grand Lodge of England, in 1793, to form a 
compact with the Prince of Hesse Darmstadt, the then Grand Muter of the 
Grand Lodge at Berlin, under the title or the Orand Lodge of Germany. The 
following is a copy of the compact:-
"To all, tc.: 

"Know ye, That whereas the Supreme Orand Lodge of the most ancient and 
honorable society of free and accepted Muons, situate at Loodon, of which the 
most noble and right honorable Robert Edward Petre, Lord Petre, Baron of 
Writtle, in the County of Eaaex, is at present Orand Muter, baa received au­
thentic testimony of the great merit or many respectable brethren in the Empire 
of Germany, who, some yean ago, (after ~~~aking the necessary progreaa in the 
ancient science,) for the well governing and better carrying on the bnaioeaa of 
the society in those parts, convened together the Masten and W ardeaa or twelTe 
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Lodgea, and established in due form, according to the ucient regulatioua of the 
Order, a Lodge in the City or Berlin under the title of the Grand Lodge or 
Germany, which they have since conducted agreeably to the true principle or 
Masonry. And whereas, his Serene Highneaa George Charles. PriDce of Beae 
Darmstadt, the present Grand Master, and others the Graud Omcera of the laid 
Grand Lodge at Berlin, have, through the fraternal aaaiatanee of Brother 
Charles Hanbury or Bamburgb, requested of the Grand Lodge at London a 
confirmation of their title as Grand Lodge of the Empire of Germany, under 
ncb restrictions and regulations as may be agreed upon by both parties, which 
request the Grand Lodge hath, or its very high respect for his said Serene High. 

'ness the Prince of.Hesse Darmstadt, and others the Grand Officers at Berlin, 
and in order as far as may be to promote the honor and universality or the )b. 

sonic Order, agreed to comply upon the restrictions and upon the conditions 
hereinafter mentioned, viz. :-

"lat. The Supreme Grand Lodge at London doth hereby confirm the power 
and authority already by them committed to his Serene Highness the Prince or 
Brunswick and Lunenburg, and the territories thereto belonging, within which 
district the Grand Lodge at Berlin is not to have or exercise anyllaaonic 
authority. 

"2d. 'l'be Grand Lodge at London doth confirm and resene in like manner 
the power and authority committed to John Peter Gogel, Esq., as provincial 
Grand Master for Franconia, and the upper and lower Rhine, and doth give to 
the said John Peter Gogel full power also to act under the authority of the 
Grand Lodge of Berlin, should he at any time be desirous of so 4oing. 

" 3d. The Grand Lodge at London doth hereby abrogate, annul, and make 
void all power and authority committed from hence to Godtried Jacob Jeniah, 
M.D., as provincial Grand Master for Hamburg and Lower Saxony; and also 
all power and authority committed to Count De WerthorD, as provincial Grand 
Master for Upper Saxony ; and, likewise, all power and authority committed to 
Major Agdello, as provincial Grand Master for the Electorate of Saxony; also 
all power and authority committed to Baron Hammetatein, as provincial Grand 
Master for W eatphalia; and all power and authority at any time committed to 
any other person as provincial Grand Master within the Empire of Germany, 
(except as aforesaid.) 

.. 4th. That the Electorate or Hanover shall remain free, and each or the COD· 

tracting Grand Lodges shall exercise Masonic jurisdiction ·at pleasure within 
the said Electorate. 

"5th. That in consideration of the premises, and seeing an injury may thereby 
arise to the fund of charity of the Grand Lodge or England, the Grand Lodge 
of Germany doth voluntarily promise to pay to the Grand Lodge of England 
such a sum of money annually as the circumstances and situation of the said 
Grand Lodge of Germany may enable them conveniently to pay toward the 
general fund of charity, or other Masonic fund in London, and such annual 
payment is not to be leas than £26 sterling. 

"6th. The Grand Lodge at London doth, therefore, hereby acknowledge the 
Grand Lodge at Berlin to be the G~d Lodge of the whole Empire of Germany, 
_including his PruBBian Majesty's dominions; and doth hereby promise and agree 
not to constitute any new Lodgea or grant any other Masonic power Crom the 
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date hereof, within the Empire or Germany, except only within thoPe districts 
reserved aa aforesaid, during the authority of the present proYincial Grand 
Masters thereof; but aaid diatricta, at the expiration of the present patents, or 
by decease of the present holders, are then to come under the jurisdiction of the 
Grand Lodge at Berlin. . 

"7th. The Grand Lodge of Germany doth hereby agree to, and confirm in 
every part, the several regulations before mentioned to be obse"ed, maintained, 
and kept by each of the contracthig Grand Lodges jointly and severally, agree­
ably to the true meaning and extent thereof. 

" 8th. The Grand Lodge of Germany doth also hereby promise and agree, in. 
consideration of the premises, not to constitute any new Lodges or grant any 
other Masonic power or authority from the date hereof, except within the Em­
pire of Germany, and in strict conformity to this agreement. 

"Lastly. The said two contracting Grand Lodges do hereby mutually agree 
to keep a regular amicable correspondence with each other, and to atrord all 
poeaible aasistanee, each to the members of the other Grand Lodge; to do and 
transact whatever may be fonnd most likely to contribute to the true interest 
and hODor of the Society, and particularly to use their endeavors to destroy all 
schemes in Muonry, and particularly that sect of Masona who call themselves 
'The Strict Observance,' whose principles are inco~iatent with true Maaonry. 
Sealed with the seal of the Grand Lodge in London, October 20, 6773.

This compact being approved of by the Kiug or Pruaaia, who waa thereupon 
moat graciously pleased to create the said Grand Lodge at Berlin a corporate 
body. 

HOLLAND. 

Freemasonry is, without doubt, of very ancient standing in the Netherlands, aa 
lying ao commodiously near both France and Germany; but we can only inform 
our readers that the Royal Art was very flourishing in the year 1736, when the 
States General were the first among the powers of Europe who took notice of 
the Freemasons. Finding that they held their Lodges in almost every great 
town under their government, they began to be exceedingly alarmed. It waa 
judged impossible that architecture could be the only mot1ve of these aasoeia­
tiona; they, therefore, were determined to discover, it possible, the real inten­
tione of their meeting. In 1731 a Lodge was opened at the Hague, under the 
warrant or the Grand Lodge of England ; it was, however, only a Lodge of emer­
gency, having been called to initiale the Duke of Tuscany, afterward Francia I., 
Emperor of Germany. After the ceremony had been performed by the Earl of 
Cheaterfleld, the Lodge was closed. The flrat regular Lodge of which we have 
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any record, was established at the same place in 1734, which, &ve years after, 
took the name or the Mother J..odge. In 1735 a I..odge wu OP'Ded in Amater­
dam, and on the 18th of December, 1757, a National Grand Lodge was eetab­
liabed. 

In 1735 the authorities of the N etberlanda iaaued ·an edict, intimating that 
although tbt>y bad not discovered anything in the behavior or pnctieea or the 
fraternity called Freemuona contrary to the pt>aee or the republic, or to the 
duty of good aubjecta, they were, nevertbeleaa, resolved to prevent any bad con­
sequences that might ensue from such conventi(Jna, and therefore commanded 
that these congregations and assemblies should be entirely aboliabed I Notwith­
standing tbia ordinance, a Lodge, composed of several very respectable gentlemen, 
continued to meet at a private bonae in Amsterdam. The magistrates, getting 
intelligence of it, ordered the whole Lodge to be arrested. The day following 
the magistrates assembled at the State House, and ordered the Muter and 
Wardens of the Lodge to be brought before them, who solemnly declared, upon 
oath, that Freemasons were the moat peaceable subjects, faithful to their prince, 
and true to their country; that the greatest union prevailed among them; that 
they were strangers to hypocrisy and deceit; that pleasure wu reeipi'oeally 
communicated in their several aaaemblies by the cheerful obaenaoce or every 
obliging office, and that the bistitution was truly venerable. They informed the 
magistrates that they could not explain their particular secrets and ceremonies, 
bot that they could assure them they were neither contrary to moral or divine Jaw. 
That they would willingly receive any or their number among them, and would, 
no doubt, be ready and willing to satisfy them more particularly in regard to 
what they had explained. Upon this the brethren were discharged, and the 
Town Secretary was appointed to attend the Lodge. He was accordingly ini­
tiated, and on his return to the State Honse gave anch a satisfactory account in 
favor or the eociety, that in a very short time afterward the whole body or the 
magistracy became Free and Accepted Masons, and continue to be ao to this 
day, having a Lodge eolely of their own order. 

In 1738 another Lodge was instituted at the Hague, in which William VL, 
Prince of Orange, was initiated. In 1740, Masonry was again moat furiously 
attacked by the whole body of the clergy, who resolved, at all events, to anp­
preaa the society; but their endeavors proved abortive. The following anecdote 
will show to what a pitch they carried their malice : Two young ofticers, of very 
good families, who were Masone, applied to the minister of the parish in which 
they resided to examine them in certain points of religion, agreeable to the colo 
tom of the conn try, and then to grant them a certificate to entitle them to receive 
the holy sacrament. After the examination had ended, and the priest satisfied 
in regard to their capacity, he asked them if they were Freemaeonat Being an­
swered in the affirmative, be refused to grant them their certificates, which, in 
that country, is an expulsion from the communion. This transaction raised an 
uproar in Holland, and numbers of pamphlets were published for and agaiDit 
Masonry. At last the Grand Assembly of the States General took it into their 
consideration, and ordered that for the future no clergyman should uk either 
that or any other question regarding Freemasonry, in the execution or his eccle­
siastical duty, and ordered the priest, before whom the two ofticen had been 
examined, immediately to grant them their certificates. 
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This proved a favorable introduction to the progreu or Masonry in Holland, 
10 that in a few years a number or Lodges were constituted throoll'hoot the 
seven United Provinces, some onder the patronage of England, but many more 
under that of Scotland. However, in 1779, the Grand Lodge of Holland, held 
at the Hague, entered into a compact with the Grand Lodge or England, by 
virtue of which the Grand Lodge of Holland granted Constitutions in their own 
dominions, both at home and abroad, and have Provincial Grand Masters in each 
Province, a.a also in India, Cape of Good Hope, St. Enata.aia, Saba, St. Martin, 
and Surinam, etc. 

It may be justly remarked or the German, Dutch, and French Lodges, that 
many or them far surpass in elegance and splendor the greatest part or the 
Lodges onder the English Constitutions. On their public festivals no expense 
is spared to support the honors of Masonry. Their balls are furnished in the 
moat superb ta.ate, and are bung round with the richest tapestry. The placet 
set apart for the reception or Masons are covered with crimson velvet, and the 
throne on which the Master is seated is enriched with embroidery and gold; and 
on the reception or a Fellow Craft to the degree of a Muter Mason, the Lodges 
are bung round with black velvet I In short, it is dillicult to conceive the mag­
nificence or their decorations. The dress or the members is suitable to the 
grandeur of the Lodge, and their polite behavior would not disgrace the first 
court in Europe. On these occasions Ma.aonry is illustrated in pathetic orations, 
delivered by men or genius and learning; and this, added to the harmony or 
some pieces of music, executed by several ditrerent bands of the best perform­
era, strike the audience with awe and reverence, and impreBB the mind with a 
juat idea of the dignity of Ma.aonry. 

DENMARK .AND SWEDEN. 

Though Masonry was not introduced into these Northern Kingdoms so early 
as into those already described, yet the Royal Art ba.a flourished, and the Lodges 
are at present numerous in the Cities of Copenhagen and Stockholm. The first 
Lodge in Copenhagen was instituted by a patent from the Grand Lodge or Scot­
land in the year 1743, and is now the Grand Lodge of that kingdom. The 
society meet in a superb ball, richly ornamented, built for the purpose in 1761. 
1'here are also many Lodges in the Danish W e11t India possessions, under \he 
Constitution or \he Grand Lodge or Copenhagen. 

The first Lodge in Stockholm was likewise instituted by a patent from Scot­
land in the year 1754, and is at present the Grand Lodge or that kingdom, 
and from which many new Lodges have been constituted. The busine11 or 
the fraternity is therefore regularly and amicably conducted in both kingdoms. 
Masonry is conducted in these Northern regions in the same elegant manner it 
is in Germany, where none but men of merit can be admitted. This is the rea­
son that they have so few poor brethren, consequently they are better enabled 
to relieve the wants of all strangers who apply, in a very ample manner. The r~ 
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ternity is recognized by the State, aDd the reigning kings have always been the 
Grand Masters. 

DaDish gentlemen or veracity aod deep research assure as that the aocient in­
scriptions upon rocks, as mentioned by antiquarians and historians, 8l'e Masonic 
hieroglyphics, generally thought to be the old aod original maDDer of writing, 
before the use of papE'r of any kind, and waxen tables were found. Tbeae char­
acters are Runic, and so i~perf'ectly understood by the learned themselves, that 
their meaning is very uncertain, but they are imagined to be historical. Should 
they ever prove to be Masonic hieroglyphics, as it is imagined, and very highil 
probable, Masonry mast bear a mach earlier date in Scandinavia than is men­
tioned above, although until now no earlier record can be found. 

RUSSIA.. 

Or the Order in Ruuia. at the present time, very little is known, u the late 
autocrat was opposed to secret societies; but it will aft'ord oar readers a pleas­
ure to know that in former years the benign influence or oar noble institution 
flourished in that country, which is or immense extent, being greater thaD all 
the rest of Europe, or even the Roman Empire in the zenith of its power, or 
even the Empire of Darius subdued by Alexander, or both put together. But 
Freemasonry has always kept pace with the cultivation of the arts, sciences, ud 
civilization. 

The first regular Lodge ever formed in this extensive empire was as early u 
the year li39, in the reign of Lord Raymond; aod a second, called The Lodge 
of Perfect Union, in St. Petersburg, constituted in June, 1791. The Master 
and most of the members or this Lodge were English merchants, resident there, 
who supported this new establishment with zeal. 

As many of the Russian nobility and also of the gentry were Freemuone at 
the time of the establishment of the above Lodge, some of them, in the Je&r 
1772, applied for and obtained a patent from the Grand Lodge of Englaod, ap. 
pointing his Excellency John Yelaguire, Senator, Privy Councellor, member of 
the Cabinet of Her Imperial Majesty the Empress or Ru88ia, the Provincial 
Grand Muter for the Empire of Ruuia; and such·were the zealous attentions 
of that nobleman, that several Charters were granted for Lodges established 
at St. Petersburg, Moscow, Rega, Y assy. and various parts of CourlaDd, which 
is subject to Russia. The first nobility in the Empire not. only countenanced 
the Royal Art, but acted as officers or the Grand and Subordinate Lodges; 
and the Provincial Grand Lodge or Ruuia, at that time, in imitation of the 
Grand Lodge of England, erected a splendid hall for the purpose or holding 
their assemblies. 

But very little is known at the present time or the state of the Order; under 
the rule or the autocrat no such institution was publicly permitted, although 
there is no doubt that there were many Lodges held in secret. 
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SPAIN, PORTUGAL, AND ITALY. 

The first, and, we believe, the only Lodge ever firmly established in Spain, wu 
by a deputation sent to Madrid to constitute a Lodge in that city, under tbe 
auspices of Lord Coleraine, .l.D. li27, which continued onder English jurisdic­
tion till the year 1776, when it refused that subordination which it owed to the 
Grand Lodge of England, but continued to meet under ita own authority . 

.Aa early, however, as the year 1726, a Lodge was formed in Gibraltar, an 
English garrison, and in the following year another was established in the Prov­
ince of Andalusia. The persecution of the priests and the roles of the Catholic 
Church were always obstacles to the successful propagation of Masonry in tbia 
kingdol}l. Lodges, nevertheless, exist and work in various parte or Spain, bot 
their places of meeting a~ known to none but Muons. 

Several Lodges existed in Lisbon, by Constitntiona from France, aa early u 
the year 1727; bot, in 1742, the Inquisition of that country imprisoned Brother 
Alexander James Monton, a French artist, and John Cooatoa, a native of Bern, 
in Switzerland, for being Freemasons. The father of the latter came into Eng­
land in 1716, and was naturalized. The crimea brought against them by that 
horrid tribunal were: That they bad infringed the pope's orders by their belong­
ing to the Society of Freemasons, which society was a horrid compound of sac­
rilege, sodomy, and many other abominable crimes, of which the iilriolable 
aeerecy obae"ed therein, and the exclusion or ladies, were but too manifest in­
dications; a circumstance which gave the highest offense to the whole king­
dom; and the said Monton and Coustoa having refused to discover to the Inqui­
sition the true tendency and design of the Masonic meetings, and persisting, on 
the contrary, in aaserting that Freemasonry was good in itself, wherefore the Proc­
tor of the Inquisition required that the said prisoners should be prosecuted with 
the utmost rigor, and for that purpose desired that the court would exert ita 
whole authority, and even proceed to tortures, to extort from them a coofesaion, 
vis., that. the several articles of which they stand accused are true. Brother 
Cooatoa underwent the several tortures three times, and, on his confesaing 
nothing, was eentenced to walk in the procession of the auto-de-f6, and to be a 
galley-slave for four years; when Hill Majesty George II., ever attentivA to the 
felicity of hill subjects, through the kind oftlcea of the Duke of New Castle, 
despatched commands to Mr. Compton, the British Minister at Lisbon, to de­
mand his liberty of the King of Portugal, in hie Britannic majesty's name, 
which was accordingly obtained in October, 1744, after a dismal confinement of 
two years and eight months. Bot what became of Brother Mouton hu 
remained a secret till this very day. 

These proceedings caused universal terror among the brethren, which obliged 
them to aAemble alternately at the private houses of chosen friends, instead of 
taverna, where they were liable to be detected. 

In the year 1776, Major Fran<;ois D'Allincourt, a French gentleman, and Don 
Ayres de Orncllus Pracao, a Portuguese nobleman, were sent to prison by the 
Governor of the Island of Madeira, for being Freemasons. They were afterward 
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sent prisoners to Lisbon. and confined in a common Jail for fourteen months, 
where they would absolutely have perished, had not the brethren in Lisbon gen. 
erously supported them. and by whose intereeuion with Don Martinio de Mello 
they were at last released. There are several Lodges in that kingdom : a very 
respectable one in Lisbon, one at Oporto, and a third at Zetobal. ()ne, how. 
ever, of the influences of the French invasion was the dileemination or Freema­
sonry among the Portuguese; and there are now, or have been lately, not fewer 
than four Grand Lodges existing in that kingdom. 

In the year 1738, the Court or Rome, instigated by the impositions of eTil. 
minded persona, poured out ita bulls* and decrees against the Society or Free­
masons, whereby they were condemned in a more severe and tyrannical manner 
(the peculiar character of the Inquisition) than they had ever yet undergone in 
aoy nation, and that without the least foundation for such proceedings-his 
holiness the pope being utterly ignorant or what was so zealously to be interdicted. 

To give the reader an idea bow our brethren were pereecuted, (aod notwith. 
standing the accusations and clamor of the Roman Catholic clergy, our brethren 
remained faithful to the society, and even to this day there are maoy Lodges 
throughout Italy, who perform their Masonic duties in alleviating the dist.reaeea 
or their brethren and doing good unto all,) we here insert the pope's bull 
against Freemasonry:-

"It baa come to our knowledge, even from public report, that certain aoeie. 
ties, companies, meetings, aaaembliea, clubs, or conventicles, commonly called 
De La'beri Mu.ratori, (Freemasons,) or by whatsoever name the same in ditferent 
languages are distinguished, spread far and wide, aod are every day increasing; 
in which persona, or whatever religion or sect, contented with a kind of atfeeted 
show or natural honesty, confederate together in a close and inscrutable bond, 
according to laws and orders agreed upon between them; which likewise, with 
private ceremonies, they enjoin and bind themselves, as well by a strict oath taken 
on the Bible, as by the imprecation of heavy punishments, to preserve with inYio­
lable secrecy. 

"We, therefore, resolving in our mind the great mischiefs which generally 
accrue from these kind of societies or conventicles, not only to the temporal tran­
quillity or the State, but to the spiritual health of souls; and that, therefore, they 
are neither consistent with civil or canonical aactiona, since we are taught by 
the Divine Word to watch, like a faithful servant. night and day, leat this sort 
or men break as thieves into the houses, and like foxes endeavor to root up the 
vineyards; lest they should pervert the hearts of the simple, and privately shoot 
at the innocent; that we might atop up the broad way which from thence woald 
be laid open for the perpetration or their wickedn888 with impunity; aod for 
other just and reasonable causes to us known, have, by the advice or some or 
our venerable brethren of the Roman Church, the cardinals, and or our own 
mere motion, and from our own certain knowiedge and mature deliberations, by 
the plenitude or the apostolical power, appointed and decreed to be condemaed 
and prohibited, and by this our present ever valid constitution, we do condeJDD 
aod prohibit the said societies, companies, meetings, aaaembliea, clubs, or convea-

* Bulls are letters published by the pope, having the ll&llle power as ao edio& or 
law in other oountriee. 
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ticlee, De Lalm Jlvratori, (Freemapona,) or by whatever name they are diatin­
piahed or lroown. 

"Wherefore all and singular the faiLhruJ in Christ, of whatever state, degree, 
condition, order, dignity, and pre-eminence, whether laity or clergy, aa well sec­
alara aa regulars, worthy all of expreaa mention and enumeration, we strictly, 
and in virtue of holy obedience, command that no one, onder any pretext or 
color, dare or presume the aforesaid societies, De La"bm Muraton', (Freema­
aona,) or by whatever other name or m3noer distinguished, to enter into, pro­
mote, favor, admit, or conceal in his or their houses, or elsewhere, or be 
admitted members of, or be present with the same, or in anywise aiding and 
assisting toward their meeting in any place, or to administer anything to them, 
or hi any means publicly or privately, directly or indirectly, by themaelvM or 
others, alford them counsel, help, or favor; or advise, induce, provoke, or per­
suade others to be admitted into, joined, or be present with tht-se kind of aoeltl­
tiea, or in any manner aid or promote them; but that they ought by all means 
to abstain from the said societies, under the penalty or all that act contrary 
thereto incurring excommunication ipso facto, without any other declaration, 
from which no one can obtain the benefit of absolution from any other bot us, 
or the Roman Pontitr for the time being, except at the point of death, etc. etc.

Another edict, bearing date the 14th day of January, 1739, and of the nme 
stamp with the above boll, adding a fine of 1000 crowna in gold, besides other 
grievous punishments, the galleys not to be excepted, to be infiictecJ at pleasure, · 
on being made, or on having any manner of connection with the Freemasons, etc. 

The decree bore date February 18th, 1739, condemning a certain book written 
in French, small in ita size, bot moat wicked in regard to ita bad subject, entitled 
"The History of, and an Apology for the Society of Freemasons," printed at 
Dublin, in 1739. This book was ordered to be burned publicly by the mioiaters 
of J nstice, in the street of St. :Mary's Supra :Minervam, on the 25th of February, 
1739. In 1777, several Freemasons were imprisoned at N a plea, bot afterward 
released through the interceaaion of several foreign princes, and the jnatice or 
their cause was exemplified by an Italian advocate. 

Notwithstanding these abominable infractions upon human liberty, and being 
thna oppresRd in the ecclesiastical State, the fraternity found, and still find, a 
safe retreat in many parts of Italy, who being better enlightened than thoee of 
Rome, did not by any means oppose the spreading and propaganding an art 
founded on the moat exalted maxima of sound morality, and which could not 
bot tend to the greatest advantage in every part or the globe. 

We find a record of a Lodge having existed in Florence in 1733, established 
by Lord Charles Sackville, the son of the Duke or Dorset; and even at this 
period, most of the Italian nobility, and some eccleaiaatica, notwithstanding the 
popish interdictions, are Freemaaona, and ardent admirers of the art, practicing 
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ita charity and virtues ; they are proverbftl for their liberality to the poor ana 
needy, of whatever country or clime, and many Lodges are in esiatellce ia 
Naples, Leghorn, Venice, Verona, Tarin, Meaaina, Sicily, Genoa, and llodeu, 
but their meetings are kept in eecret places; this, with the intadiction of tile 
papal government and secular authorities, prevents ua from giring our readen 
any of their proceedings. 

SWITZERLAND, HUNGARY, POLAND, AND BOHEMIA. 

As early aa 1737, a Provincial Grand Lodge of the fraternity wu eetablilhecl 
at Geneva, under the authority of the Grand Lodge of England, on a patent to 
Sir George Hamilton, and a few years afterward a warran~ waa granted for a 
Lodge to be situated in Lausanne. The fraternity continued to eD,joy peace aad 
tranquillity in Switzerland until 1745, when a cloud arose that threatened a be&YJ 
storm, nor waa it leu than to root out and extirpate the hitherto unshaken ucl 
immovable fonndationa of Masonry, and at once to overthrow the superb atruc­
tnre that had been erected for many ages. None can be ignorant that, after the 
example of most parte of Europe, the Swiss Cantons received the Freemaaona 
among them, and afforded them the most civil treatment equal to their merit. 
The eagerness with which all ranks of people applied t&emselves to what miglit 
aggrandize that illustdous body, baa served aa a pattern for all other nationa in 
Europe who value themselves for the brigbtneu of their understanding or loTe 
for the liberal arts. What fatal destiny, what fanatical fury, could transport 
the magistrates of Berne to become the enemies of Masonry; the enemies of a 
Society who never bad done them wrong, or been impeached of one unworthy 
deed f W aa it then that innocence, capable everywhere of curbing the moat &eree 
and malignant dispositions, could make no impreuion upon the callous hearta 
of these sage republicans f No I The cruel prejudices with which they armed 
themselves against the noble craft had caused them to publish an ordinaDCI8 for 
their abolition, containing assertions aa unjust aa ill-founded against the ~ 
able Society of Freemasons, who, aa they auerted, bad slyly and arif'ully crept 
into that country. To show to our readers how our brethren were persecuted 
in those days, we give a copy of the famous edict issued by the autborit.iel of 
Berne againat the fraternity. 

"We, the advoyer, the little and great Council of the City and Bepublic of 
Berne, make known to all men by these presents, having learnt that a certain 
Society called Freemasons, spreads itself; every day more and more, into all the 
cities and towns under our government, and that the persons who have joinecl 
the said Society are received under various solemn engagements, and even by 
oath; wherefore, having seriously reflected upon the consequences thereof, and 
considered that such meetings and associations are directly contrary to the f'un­
damcntallaws and constitutions of our country, and in particular to the protec­
tion required on our part to discountenance any assemblies under our government 
without our knowledge and express permission; moreover, it baa appeared to u, 
that if an effectual remedy waa not immediately taken, the consequence of that 
neglect might be dangerous to the State. For these reasons, and through our 
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patel'llal all'ectlon, u much ror the public good u the private advantage or all 
oar cif.iseDI and subjects, we have found it absolutely D8Ceual7 to df811olve aDd 
totally abolish the said Society, which we do by these preeents, and hencer~. 
fONYer, we forbid, annul, and abolish it in all our territories and district., to aD 
penoDI that now are or shall hereafter come into oM dominions ; ancl we clo iii' 
the ftrst plaee ordain and decree, that all those our citisena and aabjects who 
are actually known to be PreemuQps, shall be obliged immediately to abjure, 
by oath, the engagements they have taken in the said Society, before the bailiW 
or the districts where they reside, without delay. And u to oar own citlseu 
ancl subjects who actually are Freemasons, and not publicly known to be such, 
and who nevertheless at present reside in oar dominions, or may hereafter come 
under oar obedience, oar sovereign will and pleasure is, that thoee who shall be 
round in our dominions shall be bound to renounce their obligations in the space· 
or one month from this date, and those who are absent must submit to the same 
terms, to be reckoned from the date or their return; not only to accuse them­
eelvea, but to abjure and renounce their engagements; thoee who present them­
selves in our capital city to the reigning advoyer, and in other citiee or in the 
country to the bailiff or the place, and from them they shall receive UIIINDCes 
ot aarety to their perso01 if they abjure and renounce their obligation• without 
delay, in the same form that all other Muons are obliged to do. 

"Upon failure or any part hereof, they shall undergo the punishment here­
after declared. Bnt to the end that DO person shall dare, ror the time to COllie, 
to entice, tempt, solicit, or be so enticed, tempted, or solicited to engage him or 
themselves into this same Society or Freemasons, we have thought tlt to orclaiD 
and decree as ronows :-

"That all thoee Masons who shall hold their uaemblles in our dominions, or 
who shall entice, tempt, or solicit others into their uaemblies or UBociatloDB, u 
wen u all oar citizens and subjects in our dominions, and elaewhere, u also 
those who have been set at liberty, shall for the tature hequent such ueembliea, 
they.ehan all and every one or them be subject to the ftne or 100 crowne with­
out remission ; and likewise be deprived or whatever place, trust, benetlt or 
employment they ehan now hold ; and if they have no present employmeat or 
omce, shan be rendered incapable or holding any such for the time to come. 
And touching the place or Lodge where this kind or assemblies are held for the 
future, the person or persons who shall let or furnish them with a boUle, room, 
or place for the holding or such Lodge, ahalllikewiEe be ftned 100 crowna, one­
third or which shan belong to the informer, one-third to the bailiff or the place, 
and one-third to the Hospital or Fund or the Poor where such uaembly shall 
be held. Let it be further understood that all peraoDI who ehall after conviction 
emigrate from oar dominioDI in order to evade the ftne, shall remain banished 
from our domiDioDB forever, or till said ftne ill paid, on pain or death. We more­
over rese"e at pleuure to punish, with more or lea rigor, according to the ~ 
ot the persou so renderlug himself up to oar sovereign pleuure, or thoee •ho, 
notwithstanding their abjuration, shall have again entered into the Society, or 
frequent any or their uaemblies. 

"We further ordain and command that all ministers of jutice do caue theM 
presents to be published in all our charebes, ana to be placarded in the aceul­
tomed placea. Given in Graud Oouueil, March 3, 174li."

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From thia attack, howeftr, thaab to the Graad Architect or the univene, 
Masonry revived in 1764, wheu the bodies resumed their labon under the guid­
uce of a Grand Lodge at Geneva. But Switzerland, like France, has been sorely 
Tiaited with Masonic dialellliona, and there at one time existed t.wo or three 
conflicting Grand Lodges; within a rew yean, however, a reconciliatiOD baa 
taken p)ace, and the brethren now all acknowledge the authority or the Natioaal 
Grand Lodge of Switzerland, situate at Berne, who now exercise Masonic juris­
diction onder the name or Alpine ; their conatitution is similar to that. or GteM 
Brit.ain, but only recognizee the three degrees or Ancient Craft M.aaODI'J. 

From Pol&Dd we have no certain data. When the fint Lodge was erectfd, 
in 173g, it was auppreaaed by &D edict or .A.oguat.os the Third, 80 that. it mut 
have existed before that time. In 1781 it revived under the anapicea or the 
Graad Lodge or France, who, on the application of some Lodges at. W anaw, 
Lodgea were conatit.oted at Wilna, Dubno, Posen, Grodno, etc. 

In 1784 theae ·Lodges all united and formed a Grand Lodge, whoee location 
waa at. Warsaw. Although under the dominion or the Czar or RUBia, we are 
credibly informed Masonry is in a flourishing condition in Poland. 

In Bohemia the first Lodge waa instituted in Prague, in 1749, under a Con. 
at.it.otion from the Grand Lodge or Scotland ; hence all Bohemian M.aaona call 
themselves Scotch Masone, having been initiated in what they term the Scotch 
rite. Moat. all the leading men reaiding in Prague are Masons, and they are 
Yery tenacious whom they admit among themiM.'lves, and by which me&DI they 
are probably the moat select. or men in any part or the globe. .A. Scotch otlicer 
iD the Pruaaian senice was taken prisoner at the battle or Lutzen, who, with 
three hundred and seventy-eight more men, were conveyed to Prague; the 
Scotchman made himself known aa a Mason, and was immediately releaaed from 
confinement. had the honor to dine daily at the tables or the moet distinguished 
men or the city, waa always requested to be present at their aaaemblies, and 
desired to consider himtelf a F'reemaiOft, and not a priloneT qf V1ar. On t.he 
exchange or prisoners, which happened about three months afterward, the Scotch 
gentleman waa in the politest manner presented with a pune or sixty ducats to 
defray his expenses to his regiment, besides being overloaded with mu1 kind 
marks of remembrance or hia Bohemian brethren. 

Were we to follow this noble example or the brethren in Prague, and he u 
tenacioua whom we admit within our portals, it would elevate the Masonic char­
acter Car beyond what it now is; but our over-anxiety to do good, and to make all 
applicants participants or our noble inatitution, of'ten haa led us to oventep the 
boundary or prudence. To our readers, we beg to impresa the good result which 
most follow the noble example or our Bohemian brethren. 

From Hungary, we have nothing certain or the existence or the first Lodge. 
During the struggle Cor independence there were many Lodges, and several or the 
refugees who lately arrived in the United States were received in our Lodges 
aa members or the great family. Since it. is again under the iron away 
of the Austrian monarch, it is hardly to be presumed they are permitted to 
labor in the work or charity. .A. better day, we hope, is in store for our Hunga­
rian brethren; and we trust a rich harvest will be reaped from the seed which 
we have sown among the reCugees, and to all those who landed on our shores, 
and did not belong to the fraternity, who were, during their sojourn, initiated 
into our myat.eriee. May the Grand Architect speed them, ia our present praJer. 
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FLANDERS AND BRABANT. 

Conlidering the vicinity of these places to France and Holland, Masonry does 
not flourish there as might be expected, partly on account of the Roman Cath­
olic religion being the prevalent one in those countries. We have, bowevt>r, a 
record or the establishment of a Lodge in the City of Ghent, as early as 1721, 
and another at Mons, in the year 1730. There are, in these States, several 
Lodges, some acknowledging the jurisdiction of England, Scotland, France, 
and Holland, from whom they received their charters. The original Lodge of 
"Perfect Union" was afterward directed into a Grand Lodge. The present 
Grand Lodge or Belgium baa ita seat at Brnssela. In abort, we have very little 
bowledge of tbe Craft in the above countries, which latterly have been merged 
Into the Kingdom of Belgium, and trnst at some future period to lay before our 
readers a more succinct account of the doings of our Order. We refer them to 
our lists or Lodges in Belgium and Holland. 

ASIA. 

Tbe ftnt Lodge of Freemasons was established by a patent from England, by 
Sir George Pomfret, in 1728, in Calcutta. Another was formed in Bengal, io 
17.0, and in 1779 there were Lodges in Madras, Bombay, Bencoulen, Fori 
George, China, Fori Marlborough, Batavia, Ceylon, Patna, etc. etc. From the 
&rat Constitution granted to form a Lodge in Asia, in 1728, Masonry baa flour­
ished in that extensive division or the globe in a very extraordinary manner, 
principMly under the authority of the Grand Lodge or England. Some few are 
under the jurisdiction of France, and several subject to Bolland. The great 
harmony, good behavior, and rectitude of life among the brethren baa induced 
some of the mighty native princes or the East to become members of the fraternity. 

On the 5th of February, 1777, at a Quarterly Communication of the Grand 
Lodge of England, Brother Graham, of the Lodge of Trichniopoly, near Madras, 
reported that his Highoese Omdit ul Omrah Bahaudre, eldest son of the Nabob 
of the Carnatic, had been initiated into Masonry at Trichinopoly, and profeued 
the greatest veneration for our noble institution. 

It wu, therefore, resolved that a complimentary letter be sent to his highness, 
accompanied with a Masonic apron, elegantly decorated, and a book of consti­
tutions, bound in a most superb manner. 

The letter and presents were intrusted to the care of Sir John Day, then going 
out as Advocate-General to Bengal, who executed his commission to the univer­
aal satisfaction of the society; and the following letter was by him written to 
his highneu, as an introduction:-

"May it pleale your Higltna.: 
"Tbe undersigned, having been honored with the commands of the Grand 

Lodge or Freemasons or Great Britain to conTey to your highness an apron and 
book of constitutions, a testimony or their respect for yon and your illnatrioua 
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rather, the ateadrast mend and ally or their sovereign, .. well .. or the l&tisrae 
tion they reel at seeing 10 exalted a name enrolled among their Order, intended 
to have execnted the commission with which he ill charged in a manner tim 
might best answer the intention. or hia conatituenta, and the dipity ud import. 
aoce or the occasion. 

"It so happens, however, that Ule late diaaenliona in thia eettlemeot Mft 10 

rent asunder every link or social life, and have so e&ctually dilaolved the tiel 
or amity and confidence which once sublisted among them, t.hat eveo the hter­
Dal bond or .Masonry baa been annihilated in the general wreck. 

"For tbia reason the Lodge baa 10 long dilcontinued ita meetiaga, tbat it II&J 
be said to be now nearly extinct. 

"In thia situation or things, it being impouible to iaveet your highnesa in ran 
Lodge, and with the splendor and solemnity suited to the dignit)' or yo•r ~ 
acter and the importance or the commilaion he ill honored with, the nbecriher 
hopes your highneu will condeecend to accept (in the only manner that remains) 
the pledge or amity and respect from your brethren, the )(uona or Englaacl, 
that accompanies thill. 

"I remain, with the moat profound respect, 
"Your bigbneu' moat humble and devoted eervmt, 

"JOBJf D~T." 

His highness subsequently returned an answer to the Grand Lodge, in the 
Persian language, elegantly decotated, and inclosed in cloth or gold. The ori­
ginal ia framed and glazed, and now embelliabes the walla or the FreemUOIII' 
Ball in London . 

.Masonry still exists in Asia Kinor, and all the Englilh settlements. Tile 
Lodges are at present in a very flourishing condition, and bold their charten 
from the Grand Lodge of England. 

TURKEY. 

Very little, at present, ia known or the state or the tratemity iD that repon. 
As early aa the year 1338, several Masonic Lodges existed iD that coantq, u.d 
were situated at Conatantinople, Smyrna, and Aleppo; and no doubt that during 
the Crusades, .Masonry, under the guidance or the Knigbta or Malta ud the 
Templara, was firmly establiahed in that empire. Of their preeeut exiatelu:e we 
bavenocorrectinformatio~ 

OCEANICA. 

In a late periodical, we find that in 1828 many Lodges existed in these remote 
regions, especially at Sidney, Paramatta, .Mel bourne, and in fact ia every country 
where either t.he British or American flag had shown itself, it being claan.cterialic 
of the Saxon race to enlighten and promote the welfare of the great human 
family. 
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AFRICA. 

Africa, the third grand division of the globe, is an extensive peninsula, 
joiDed to Alia by a neck or land about sixty miles over, between the Red Sea 
ud the llediterranean, asually ealled the Isthmus or Suez. Africa once con­
taiaed 18\'eral Kingdoms and States, eminent for the liberal arts, for wealth and 
power, and exteasive commerce. The Kingdoms or Egypt and Ethiopia in 
particlllar were much celebrated, and the rich and powerfnl State or Carthage, 
that once formidable rival to Rome itJM:l( extended her commerce to every part 
of the known world; even the British shores were visited by her fleets, till Juba, 
who wu a King or Mauritania, but tributary to the Republic or Carthage, un­
happily ealled in the Romans, who, with the aasistance or the Mauritanians. 
aabdued Carthage, and, by degrees, all the neighboring Kiugdoms and States. 

Though it ia beyond dispute that the Greeks derived all their knowledge from 
the ancient EQptiana, yet acaree a vestige or it remains among their descend­
ante. This Ia, I presume, owing to the bigotry and superstition or 'heir Mo­
hammedan maaters ; but here it ia proper to make one obsenation, which ia of 
general ase. The Saraeeas, who subdued F.gypt. were of three kinds: the first, 
who were the immediate sucee88ors or Mohammed, made war, from conscience and 
priociple, upon all kinde or literature and knowledge excepting the Alkoran ; 
and hence it was that when they took p088e1111ioo or Alexandria, which con­
tained the mOlt magnificent library the world ever beheld, ita valuable mana­
scripta were applied for aome months in cooking their victuala and warming 
their baths. The same fate attended upon the other magnificent libraries ot 
Egypt. The Saracens or the second race were men or tute and learning, but 
or a peculiar strain. They bought up all the manuscripts that survived the 
general conflagration relating to astronomy, medicine, and some parts or phi­
loeophy; but they had no taste for the Greek arts or architecture, sculpture, 
painting, and poetry, and learning was confined to their own courts and collegee 
without ever flDdiug ita way back to Egypt. The lower race or Saracens, eape­
cially thoee who called themselves Egyptian-Saracen&, disgraced human nature; 
and the Turks have riveted the chains or barbaroas ignorance which they im­
poaed. Thus, among them, many valuable remains or Egyptian Mason17 have 
been destroyed ; neverthel888, we are in some measure indebted to the ancient 
Egyptiana for many or our mysteries and customs. 

We have no records at hand from which we can give the present state or the 
fraternity in that distant land, but as early as 1736, under the auspices or the 
Earl or Loudon, a Lodge waa constituted at James' Fort, under a warrant from 
the Grand Lodge or England. In 1773 a Lodge was constituted at the Cape or 
Good Hope under the sanction of the Grand Lodge of Holland; and another 
waa constituted in the Island or .Mauritias; another in the Island or .Madagascar; 
another at St. Helena; and in the northern part or Africa, along the .Mediter­
ranean coast, nearly every seaport has a Masonic Lodge. Since the conqneat 
ot Algiers by the French many new ones have been added.

RKCBNT difticulties in the jurisdiction or Peru, .. well .. thoee with which 
our brethren or Buenos Ayres have had to contend, lead me to remark tha' t.he 
fraternity of the United States should be very charitable in the opinions they 
may form or Masonry in those distant climes. Masonic fidelity baa often im­
periled the lives or our brethren in both the countries referred to. It ia the nb­
ject or rejoicing that a change ia taking place. The highest ranks or society, 
and very many or the government ofticers in Peru, Brazil, Buenos Ayres, aod 
even in Urugnay, are contributing to the fraternal baud, aud joining their names 
and efl'orta to its progress and prosperity. 

It waa not long since that I fell in company with an intelligent and eqterpria­
ing merchant from Buenos Ayres, who had long been a member of our frater­
nity, and be gave me many interesting facts in connection with Maaonry in that 
region. It appears there are thirteen difl'erent Lodges in the jurisdiction or 
Buenos Ayres, having In all about 3000 members. They are under the supreme 
control of the Grand Orient or Urugnay, practicing the Scottish rite. 

A few years since, the Roman Catholic Bishop or that country fulminated a 
bull against all Muons within his bishopric, and he went the length or declar­
ing the marriage contract diasolved, and absolving the wife, a vinculo matri­
fll()mi, in all cases where the husband refused to renounce Masonry. Some 
parties, as high in temporal authority aa the bishop waa in spiritual, appealed 
from hie decree to hie Holineaa Pius IX., at Rome. Arter waiting a long time 
for a reply or decision upon the appeal, and receiving none, au inquiry waa ioati­
tuted as to the cause or the delay, when it waa found, to the great aatiafactioo 
of the Roman Catholics of the La Platte, who were unwilling to bow to the be­
hests or the bishop, that during a sojourn at Montevideo, in 1816, the venerable 
prelate at' Rome, then a young man, received the degrees and took upon him­
self · the obligations of Masonry I The successor of St. Peter could by no 
means violate the vows he had thua taken in hie early years. The result wu 
that the bull of the Buenos Ayrean bishop fell harmless to the ground, and t.he 
Grand Orient or Urugnay ia in aa succe88ful operation as ever. Masonry hu 
taken a new start in the Argentine Confederacy, and its republican tendencies 
have not only relaxed the grasp and tyranny or the priesthood, but have exer­
cised a powerful influence in ameliorating the condition and elevating the stand­
ard of society. Such ia ever the inftuence or Masonry when allowed to work 
out its own mission, unfettered by the chaine or political and ecclesiaatieal 
despotism.
