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Hello. tlus is Alan Wall, and the upcoming broadcasts were done back in 1998: a series of 
them on the Sweet Liberty Broadcast, on the short wave sll.l tion. These programs were an 
introduction into the origins o f re ligion in ancicm times. the histories of the peoples who brought 
forth these religions, and also to show you a system. (not of all things) that appeared many 
thousands of years ago. Undoubtedly having understood the science of lhc creating of what they call 
civilization, which is priesthood. money, merchandis ing and bureaucratic systems. ~ompriscd of 
d ifferent of tiers of priests who overran and overruled these systems. beginning with Sumcr and 
even touching on what we know of civilizations even further back. l11ese programs were also done 
as a forrn of deprograntming, very gradual deprogramming, to an audienc.: who swallowed rea lity 
as it had been presented to them from childhood and then was li.•rthcr augmcmed by the psychic­
driving systems of school and media. I knew when I went into it initially. that I was going into a 
primarily Christian-ori ented audience who had that augmented by thei r country's system: which is 
not theirs. Of course, there is a system o.lrighl, but it' s not run by the people, i t's ju~t that the people 
didn' t know that. They really bclie\'cd that their lives were e,·olving aod so were those of the 
politicians. l11ings just happened coincidentally and polit icians blundere-d their way through th ings 
as men tend to do. Nothing really is further 1i:mn the truth . 

So, on these programs you will hear much about Christianity. and you will also hear the 
gradual expose of how Christianity itself was a fundamental tool o f bringing in a couple of thousand 
years of someone else 's agenda. In high Freemasonry, they talk Lhc about the willing fool who is 
nlw:rys used to further an agenda. of which he has no real comprclu:nsion. lie is gi,·en one story. but 
he is never given the real story or the real reason behind it. So we have nations like this, where 
we' re all in a sense, wi lling fools when we go along with the system. even t110ugh we suspect 
there· s something else going on behind the scenes. or we suspect there arc other reasons for vast 
changes in society. We tend to take the superficial spiel that's given to the public to keep us quiet, 
h3ppy, dumb and $tupid. So, those wh(l implement the. system and upgrade that sy~tem can actua lly 
get away wi th it wi thout too much trouble. 

You' ll hear an occasional caller coming in and you might sec an inte resting j ourney through 
these discourses because you' ll hear the calle rs, calling in wi th their fundamentaJ bel iefs, their 
naturally shortsighted understanding of things. at the time they arc at. The series was originally 
done on cassette wpc and (now avai lable on CD) and some of the various elements (the music and 
so forth) have been cut out, so it' s not too repetitive. 8 ut you 'l l hear the ca llers· understanding 
changing gradually as we go through this course in history and reality. 

After tlus course, there will be another sci from 1999, and that will take you fw·ther on a 
journey into t11c V<lStncss of the techniques o f control, down through many thou~-ands o f years, and 
these are just the ones of which we have records. Man did not begin at Sumcr; at least civilization 
did not begin at Sumer. They would love to have us believe so, but Sumer emerged on the scene 
t.hous~mds of years 13C, as a fully-fledged system, meaning that the techn iques of t11at system had to 
have been worked out in a previous civilization. If we go ioto the writings of Plato, who learned 
from Solon, (his ancestor who visited Egypt,) the Egyptians talked about many previous high 
cultures and civilizations which had reached incredible peaks o f science, industry and power. and 
fell apart or were destroyed for various and sometimes unknown rcnsons. l11at many civilizaLions 
have come and gooc in the cons past. I am sure the records of them were never lost by a small elite 
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who knew the science of dominatin& societies and creating new societies. These are sciences. All of 
the things we take for g,raJltcd today <tre ac tual sciences. 

Even language itself i$ a science. In anciem times, they understood th is very, vet)' welL 1r 
you were to take a problem to a computer programmer who knows the language of the computer 
and the logic of tha t computer, then he will know what answer that computer must arrive at with 
Ihat problem. That's exactly the same with human beings. We're given languages which arc up­
graded, down through time. You'll notice how they keep upgrading languages: a massive shift in 
the language of all the European countries around the 1500's. We [tool have computer languages 
and we have a form of logic. T he logic is insti ll ed at birth fi·om your parents, and then reinforced 
through school. So with the logic and the language, our little brain, our linle computers, will come 
to the conclusions of problems which arc given to us. We are coming to prearranged conclusions by 
the hidden ma$ters who really run the world. 

These people are not the front men you see. No control technique or power would ever put 
its best out in front of public view because there arc so few of them. They could never allow 
anything adverse to happen to them. So we get their front men who come from dynastic fami lies, 
specially bred. real ly. Interbred. for the lack o f what we would call humanity. They don't have 
natural empathy for other people, at least not for all people. They may have a lillie bit lo r their own, 
and even that I don't think they have too much of. They have more in common with the 
psychopathic personalities. You wi ll find iu Plato's discourses U1at he talked about this method of 
breeding people for speci ~ic purpo$C$. Of course, if you wanted people who would be nllhless when 
required (with no compassion,) you could not have someone with rea l emotion, so you can 
interbreed people who lack those quali ties to some extent or another and actually the breed the rest 
of it out of them, just as we can breed in ccrtllin qua lities by selective breeding. 

These CD's take U$ on a journey what's behind all of this. The manifestation o f the cultures 
they gave the public, bow they fed on the public, how they led them to wars, how aU their religion;;, 
which are based on stellar and solar and lunar cults, arc used to separate people and to keep them 
waning with each other. If people at·c worring wi th each other, they are generally afraid, so they 
need a form of government, a strong man to stand up and say, ' ' I' ll pmtect you. Here' s the deal: 
you ' 11 give most o f what you own to me and I' 11 make sure you live." Then that guarantee.s that his 
family and his offspring are kept in luxury forever after. War is essential to the system which is still 
in p lace in the present day. 

You see the end conclusion coming today, where the standard ization process is comi11g to a 
bead, where the last J'ew countries that arc not on the World Bank System of the United Nations. 
who arc not ou the democratic path as they call it are being standardized and basically blitzed and 
bulldozed into submission unti l they do join. Then the world will be standardized. The 
standardization process began thousands of years ago with the ftrst wandering priesthoods who 
were sent om, long before the days of .Jesus Chris t. They softened up the minds of the public that 
they went into, and then came the invading armies along with the merchants, and the merchant 
c lasses. who brought in the gold standard. Actually it was the si lver standard initially. The gold 
came later and then the debt system carne in the formation or using money. With the money you get 
a standing army. You can't keep a standing army without money because the people would wander 
off. They would go home. There 's no reward i11 it for them. There 's only so much booty you can 
carry with you back home af'ter a battle. So we ' re looking at the tremendous journey down through 
time. These talks are spontane{JUS, nothing was prearrru1ged, and nothing was written down in 
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preparation for this. Everything that happens today is very important for those who arc able to cut 
througJJ. into the minds and the hea rts of people, so spontaneity must come from the heart. We live 
in an artifi cial system where everything is produced and rehearsed :md edited, et cetern, ct cetera, 
unti l we have this Kraft cheese sterile presentation and that's the reason we' re all fooled or led in 
circles by the fake gurus given out by tbe elites themselves. who take us like pied pipers through 
mysteries and confusion and make us more confused than ever before, and never give us any 
answers to this. That's their job. MIS and tvfl6 (the secret servkc from London) have been sending 
out these people (fake gurus) since before the days of Aleister Crowley. They sen t Crowley out to 
introduce a form of Masonry, a mystic Masonry. It had already been done in France long before that 
by lhe same world rulers (I call them world rulers because they·vc been in charge of the world for 
thousands of years.) We're going int<J the culmination of The Great \Vork: their plan. 

In these talks I try not to offend too many people because after all you don't help people by 
coming down on their belief with a hard fist. You help people by getting inside and listening and in 
showing them other ways of looking at things. This is a much better tcclmique than going to war 
with them. That's the trad itional lechniqoe where people just battle each other and sl1ollt at each 
other across a room or a hall or a street. It's no different from lillie boys in a school washroom 
saying. ··My god is bigger than yours." It's the same farce. Because lhc tn•tb is supposed to lie 
within a person. and if the truth truly does set you free, then know thyself is the answer, you must 
know yourself. The ready-made answer is out there. that's been traditional for thousands of years. 
It's like walking into a men's shop for a suit, and a whole bunch of guys in different sizes walk in 
and sure enough there's a ready-made suit for each one; you jus t walk into it. That's cultural 
religion. You walk into your cultural religion and it's the same no maller where you ' re born in the 
world. You've got ready-made suit:> to walk into Clllled religion. These religions have been 
masterfully crafted so that the per.mn will identify with very obvious truths contained 'vithin. But 
there's always a twist from within it because these religions primarily were sent out into the world 
to dominate the minds of the people for a hierarchy on earth to controL and to keep a hierarchy in 
power and actua lly to help keep the system of economics in power. Because religion. l11e economic 
system, the e li te hierarchy, the dominant minority, (ns Huxley called lllcm,) al l are one. They arc the 
only thing rcolly in th is planet which is one. 

The people arc left to squabble aod figJu amongst themselves. since everyone has a different 
experience going lluough life, hopefully. I hope they do. l'erbaps they should look at themselves, 
listen to themselves, and think for themselves, because ready-made suits tend to get us in trouble. 
They don't give us answers ond people live terrible lives, unhappy lives, constantly in a fi t of 
desperation looking for ultimate truths. Buying, thinking they can buy it here, buy it there; 
fo llowing gurus. being led in c i rcle~. But never ever stopping long enough to let the quiet voice 
within tbernsclves. rationalize it for them on an individual basis. Lo my own life, I've gone through 
many experiences, many of the type of experiences which people have who join groups. UFO 
groups arc a good example, or pro-alien groups. for instance. You see, many people crave these 
experiences. Yet, I've had some of them which are just an experience, and I don ' t put it down lo 
"This is what it was, or that is what it was" because books say so. I just have tbe experiences and I 
note them. I've had the experiences of the parunormal; I note them too. 1 don't rw1 off to join a 
group and say please explain th is to me and then end up chanling and waving incense and being 
dominated by someone who knows these techniques of control. Experiences arc just that. 
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It's like the lvfwrix movie, in the third one, (and the Malrix movie series was not sent out 
there to give you hope, it was actually a d<Juble message of esoteric for the el ite and another one for 
the rest of the people who cheered on Nco, never knowing the real Sl<Jry) when the new son of man, 
Neo Anderson, meets the grand architect, (and that's the Masonic Grand Architect of the Universe 
o r course,) he's asked questions by the grand architect. There's a hundred odd TV screens around 
the room, and they show you all the possible reactions and answers Nco could give to each question 
before they happen (in other words, predictability) were shovvn before Nco answered. Meaning the 
grand architect already knew all by knowing Neo. He knew all of the possible answers Neo would 
give to any question and they were flashed simultaneously up on the screen. 

For the person who wants to bieak thJOugb all of this, you have to know yourself. You must 
know yourself so that you can find the answers, (which the big boys cam1ot predict,) !rom you. This 
is the beginning of a joumcy. Listen to the techniques involved. Listen to the gradual de­
programming, knowing that the audience could have been very hostile, but were not, because when 
they heard truth, they knew it was the truth. )t made sense to them. It made sense to them. Because 
o f that you can bring them from where they arc and crash them through the limited reality they were 
living within. After this series come another series, which goes further, and much deeper things are 
explained. I hope this will be of use to you. All the best, listen well , Alarr. Thank you.

Jackie: \Vhat "c'rc going to do is start from where "c arc and work back. in OUT search for reality. 

Alan: Ye~. Thi~ idea, a search for rcn lity, comes when you've read so much history that you reali;ce 
that most people clown through the a~;;es have lived and died and they've actua lly been given from 
birth, whnt seems to be their rea lity , a rea lity which is shaped by other people. and every generation 
right down to the presem day. it's the same. 

Jackie: Living and dying and ne,•er having really seen the light? 

Alan: Yes. I' ve really begun to think that the purpose for life is to come to fu ll consciousness. and 
the enemy, of' course. is trying to stop us from ach ieving that goa l. 

Jackie: llov\ would you define full consciousness? • 

Alan: The truth; knowing the truth. The truth is the hardest thing to define. The truth is out there but 
it's locked up in archives foro select few tO get hold of. Rut the public are given history and it's a 
story we' re g iven. Somebody's story. whereas the true archives ho ld the secrets of the ages; tme 
history. Thnt's what I mean. Occasionally, you· ll lind an author who comes out with ~omc stunning 
piece of infonnation on some regular topic in history and you wonder where on earth they got it, 
and tllcn you find out that they belong to the CFR. (the Council on Foreign Relations.) In other 
words. they're part of the Establishment at the top; they're gi,·en access tO archival information. 
Then you'll find another author on the same topic coming out with another piece of startling 
infonnation and then you begin to realize they're still only giving you pieces of the inli>rmation. 
They obviously have had access to all of it bu t information is scatll.:rcd throughout many, many 
books rather than giving us the whole story in one book on any particuktr topic. 

Jackie: It 's like we' ve all been born into a lie. That's not far off track. is it'? 

Alan: No. no. In fitct, it' s right. I think you had a series on the Delphi Technique, wasn't it? 
Basically the idea of that is if you train somebody in a certain met110d they will then train others, 
who don ' t rea lize they' re being trained, to carry on the s<>mc techn ique a nd their parents and their 
parents before them were basically taught a similar mctl10d. They t1·1ink they' re giving you their 
view o f reality and history. which has already been given to them. They've never questioned it or at 
least they've never had access to full information of things that have happened in their own lifetime. 
The media: tl1cre 's never been 3 free press. I've heard so many Americans complaining about the 
press being controlled and becoming more so. There's never been a free press in tl1c history of the 
world. 

Jackie: That's a prelly finite stmcmenl you just made. 

Alan: It's a fact. If you read the old philosophers from Greece and the methods that they used then 
for controlling l11e peoples of Greece, (and at that time Greece was the center of the world power or 
at least shared it with Egypt; they all studied in Egypt, of course,) they sent l11e troops of what we 
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would call town criers all arowtd the rural areas and into the cities and towns and they would give 
the people the l::.stablishmem's news. Just like today. most of it was in the form of control by using 
war or threats of war. which kept the people in check. When you're threatened with war or you have 
a real war, the people will work more. They'll give up more of their money in taxes or their labor in 
taxes and they're more will ing to be govcmcd by a small elite who live a t the top of the heap. This 
has a I ways been used. 

Jackie: The very first time tl1at you ever cu lled me was after a p rogram (the first time 1 had Steven 
Jacobson on) and you and I had a very intense conversation. Actually you talked. I listened and 
then. ir you reca ll, I asked. ·'Why arc we having this conversation?'' You said. "I've been listening 
to you, and 1 [Old my wife tonight that 'she has almost got it. but tl1cre'sjust ~l i tt l e bit missing."' 
You to ld me I had to find it out myse lf because it was too awfu l and basicall y what it comes down 
to is that what's happening in the world today, by the people who are in control. al l has to do with 
bloodlines. ow is this a good place to stan? You and I have had se,·eral hours of conversation and 
everything that you've ever talked about and shared with me is so important. so where do we go 
from here? 

Alan: Well, we can really stan by simply looking at the nobility of Europe; what I would also call 
them the nobility of the U.S. and Canada. 'lllcrc's a British newspaper which comes out every week 
called the Daily Express. (I have a vers ion here called The European Express) and each time there's 
an election in the United States, they give a fami ly tree, or fami ly lineage, of presidents coming into 
power. The iirst time Bill Cl inton came into power. they connected him to the British Royal Family. 
The art icle went on to say that the previous prcsidcnl~ before him were also related to the British 
Royal Family; George Bus h. Rooseve lt and so on, and it named them a ll. 1\t the ti me. I only sort of 
glanced through it: I realize now it's so important, I wish I'd kept tl1c aniclc. l didn't keep it, but 1 
did notice that when Bush came in tl1ey uid the same tl1ing with him, and they had gone through 
past presidents. (even to George Washington.) who had been related to the British Royalty. 

Jackie: I sa" a newspaper article about family trees that said Bob Dole actually had more right to 
the presidency because he had more royal blood. 

Alan: Yes, that's right. This HurOfll!tJII Expre.fs anicle actually also had a blurb on Schwarzkopfs 
right hand propaganda man during the Gulf War, Col in Po"vell. The blwb on him men tioned that he 
was related to the Royal Family because his great, great grandmother had a child in Jamaica sired 
by the Governor-General from Bri ta in [General Sir l~yre Cootej and the power lineage came from 
there. So. you can almost sec who they' re lining up lo r presidents through the l incag~ and it 
de finitely said to look out for this rnan. he's probably going to be a president of Lhe U.S. in the 
future. You can trace them right down through the cen turies, right down through thousands of years, 
right down to almost fi fteen hundreu years ago to the Merovingian line; the Merovinginn lineage. 1t 
was a lineage named after a fellow called Merovech who was the first King of France. about A.D. 
600. and he was backed by the Roman Papacy to bring in the Catholic Church throughout the whole 
of Europe, and according to most books on royalty all the lineages passed right back to this lineage. 
When you study the history books. you find tlun allhough they were called the Merovingians and 
they created feudalism all throughout Europe, the Merovingians were really controlled by their 
advisers and their advisers were called the Carolingian. The name Carolingian is a version of 
Charral or Chari; it 's another dialect which basically means Charles or the lineage of Charles. They 
were the advisers, and lhe first one was Pepin; they called him Pepin the Short. I le was the adviser 
to the Mcrovingian King and he kept the king in check so thatihe king would be sort of a lront man. 
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EvemuaUy. when the Merovingians had crossed the Pope on some matters of power. the 
Mcrovingian lineage was assassinated and then the \nrolingian or Charles Dynasty came into 
power, and ever since then th.is whole linengc o f feudalism throughout Europe, of a nobility and a 
Jesser blood lineage. going right d0\\~1 to the lesser nobil ity, have run Europe and the banks and so 
on. ·n,erc arc two distinct types of them. One is dark-haired and white skinned and the other one is 
'cry blonde. very whi te-skinned, blue-eyed. So. it's almost two races of people that you can truce 
right back into tbc land ofSume.r eventual ly. 

Jackie: Sumcr'! That's a long way back. 

Alan: It' s basically as far back as our known history of this age goes. But there are records of them 
coming together. One controlled the linanci:~l interests o f the empires d1cy ruled. In other words, 
the) wen: like the worker.;, the civil sen·icc. governments, advisers, priesthoods and the other one 
was the warrior class that kept everybody e lse in line and dominated the populations they invaded. 
You can ac tu:~ lly find them coming together in a period of Eg)')Jt'S history when two peoples came 
together. (once again. it was the dark-haired. fair sk inned and the People from the Sea as they were 
called who were blonde, taU, white-skinned.) and swept the whole of the Middle ~ast from 
Mcsopotami:t right through to Egypt. They r:m Egy pt for 200 years; tltey were called the l lyksos. 
which means shepherd king. 

Jackie: Were those the pharaohs'? 

Alnn: They made themselves pho•·aohs. They took over. There al ready were pharaohs before that. 
but these people were foreigners and even today in the Arabic-speaking peoples of the Middle East, 
the tem1 sl1epherd king is co1uplctely hated because they're an evil people. TI1ey respected nobody 
else ' s re ligions. They were uncouth. They slaughtered for the fun of it; they really enj oyed it. They 
were complete ly bated. Eventually they were overthrown by southern Egypt (Egypt was two 
countries. really) and another Semitic dynasty was restored into the land of Egypt. But then these 
llyksos and this other people, the J\malekites. sort of d isappeared into time and then we have the 
same thing reappearing hundreds of yea rs later in Fr,lncc under the Merovingian and Carolingian 
dynasties, anc.l we still see that basically today. Most of the European nobi lity, even the ones who 
live in Britain and arc dominating an Anglo-Celtic culture are bro\\ n-eyed and dark-haired. which is 
the opposite of the Celtic and the Anglo-Saxon people. 

Jackie: Arc we still talking about the people in charge today; the elite'? 

Alan: The elite. You sec, every country in Europe has a roya l family; they're :~II interrelated. For 
hundreds and thousands of years, in fact, they've ortly married into their own famil ies. thei r own 
lineage. yet they' re at the top of the nations whieb they control. ln other words, they have a foreign 
people controlling a different population. They wrap themselves in the flag of that country, whether 
it's France, Norway, Denmark, llo lland. wherever. 

Jackie: Catherine of Russia came from Germany. 

Alan: Yes. l11cy wrap themselves in the flag o f the country and they send you ofT to war, yel in 
rea lity, these people arc a fore ign people. They arc not one of you. We give them our homage; we 
call them the kings or the father or mother of our country. yet in reality they are total strangers to us. 
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Jackie: According to Joan Veon's book, Prince Clwrlt's !he Suslainahle Prince, she says that his 
genealogist traces their bloodline lineage all the way back to Babylon. 

Alan: Yes. it wouldn't surprise me. In the Mystery Religions. you have the external meaning and 
you have the internal or esoteric meaning, and all their gods and the names of the gods which 
basica lly end up being one god in th.: end. It's all u facet of power and control and tccb.n ique of 
govemmenl. That is what it all boi ls down to, in reality. When you look at Babylon and the lirst 
great king they had there, one of his titles is lbe One Who Created Government. Nimrod. 

Jackie: Yotl know, I looked up Lucifer in the Concordance and the first definition f(x Lucifer was a 
Litle given to the King of Babylon. 

Alan: Yes. But he a lso was given another title which was The ~ncompasscr, because he was the 
first one to build fortified walls. and the towers, of course: the Tower of Babylon. lie was also gi\'en 
the title as the first one who created war on his neighbors. (and that one is very important) and the 
first one to create the priesthood which is a big fl~ l't of controll ing populations through fear and 
supersti tion a11d so on. So you a lre:1dy have war and you already have the priesthoods which arc 
controlling the people through either being at war or being threatened with it 

Jackie: So all of these cons these people have continued to intermarry to keep their bloodline? You 
and I were talking about the elite, spccilically Charles Darwin and I had told you I had recently read 
the biography of Charles Darwin; lhcy mention in the book how they were constantly man-y ing; 
cous ins; like you said they manicd into the Wedgwood fam ily. 

Alan: Well. you must understand that Charles Darwin was created. Nobody in history comes out of 
history; I' ve teamed this. Nobody comes out by his own genius and simply makes a statement or 
gives out a theory wi thout the permission of the rul ing e lite. So in other words, the ones who do 
C(nnc out through history are from the ruling elite. Charles Darwin's great-grandfa ther was called 
Emsmus :lfler the Rosicrucian teacher (who was a Catholic priest, by the way,) who taught Luther 
and created Protestantism. That was a great favorite of theirs because they really believed that they 
set up a religion for us and when the religion has done its work they then knock that system down 
and replace it with another. That's why they're ca lled The Architects, you see. 

Charles Darwin's great-grandfather only married into one other fam ily called the 
\Vedgwoods and then the grandfather married a Wcdgwood; the Wedgwood families that still make 
the poncry today which is blue with the white Grecian backgrounds on it. Charles Darwin· s dad 
married a Wcdgwood. Charles Darwin and his brother each married Wedgwoods. and Charles 
Darwin's first wife gave birth to ten children: e.ach one died, cxccpttwo who ended up in lunatic 
asylums ;mc.l only lived to the age of :1bout nine years old. His second vvife was his mother's sister; 
his aunt who was also Wedgwood. Basically they were very much interbred long before he came 
out with his theory of selective breeding, which is very important Charles Darwin in some of his 
other publications called the masses of people commoners and that's what the nobility call us 
basic;11ly, and we're called commoners because we use natural selection. We marry who we like, 
'"lhcreas royalty and nobility all have arranged marriages, and they' re arranged for their fam ily 
bloodline and for their intellect and their wealth. 

Jackie: Like Charles and Diane? 
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Alan: Yes. ~x~ct ly. Of course. we a lways hear about the throwbacks and the terrible things that 
happen with wlwt they cal l consanguinity which is a tenn used for interbreeding into one's own 
family. What happens is you have sets of genes which are called recessive genes such as 
lluntington's chorea and so on. and if you match up with somebody who has a similar set of genes 
then the offspring \\;11 have whatever disease it is whether i!'s mongolism, a genetic defonnity or 
something else. But wbat is never mentioned is the fact that if you have two parents who are 
geniuses. perhaps say in mathematics, they certainly might have massive physical problems, but 
their offspring will also be beller a t math than the paren ts. So there is a plus side to this massive 
interbreeding. When you look at the Rothschi ld family who even today only marry their nieces and 
you see the IQs they supposedly have. like Victor Rothschi ld had an IQ of a hundred and eighty-six. 
apparent! y. 

Jackie: What is an average fQ? 

Alan: The aver:•gc can go anywhere up to about a hundred fo rty. Subnormal is ninety and below. So 
you do lind these people have a massive capacity. In some respects, they ' re the ones who manage to 
surYive or arc shown to the public. I'm sure there arc many who ei ther died very early on or were 
perhaps helped on the way if they ' re defective. What we' re looking at·is a very selective breeding 
program which you can trace right back to even Plato· s days because Plato tells you all about this in 
his book The Rep11blic where he sketches out the perfect society run by an elite, where the elite "~II 
interbreed and the commoners will carry on as usual and choose their mates for other reasons, and 
that by interbreeding the superior would become even more superior. 

Jackie: They have some plans for the common man. don' t they? 

Alan: Y cs. When you consider that this is an age. an age being from when your first wTittcn history 
shows up to the end of an age. and one of the titles for instance of Nimrod was The Keeper or the 
Secre ts of the t\gcs. plural. 

Jackie: What do you think that means? 

Alan: It means th:lt there were definitely ages prior to ours where society had risen to great heights. 
In facL if you read the philosophies of the Arabic nations today (which people should; such as the 
Persians and so on, and the Hindus.) they have records of many previous ages to ours where man 
had reached scientific heights. 

Jackie: Then they destroyed themselves? 

Alan: TI1ey not so much destroyed themselves. but it certainly seems this is an ongoing game where 
we·re set up to reach a certain level and then we're destroyed on purpose. 

Jackie: But the e lite never suffer through the changes, the chaos? 

Alan: It doesn't really seem so. no. It seems that there are survivors. You can read the history of the 
flood on Zaragon 's walls in Babylon. They have one which they unearthed it and it's written into 
the wall; their version of the flood. That was long before there was even a Hebrew people, and their 
version is that the gods (plural) and gods, remember. were human beings in their day. That's what 
they called the kings. They were gods. The gods looked down on the masses and the multitude of 
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men who were creating such a noise because of their multitude and the gods decided 10 destroy 
them by creating a flood . That same legend is repeated into China and even into Central America. 

Jackie: But it wouldn't have happened at the same time as you're saying. 

Alan: Well, we don't know that. We do know by archaeology and by digging through the layers of 
eanh th:u there have been {loods in the Midd le East at different times. But we also know, by the 
w;~y, that the people in ancient tin1es could diven rivers which they often did: that" s how Egypt was 
crea ted. It'~ well accepted by archaeologists and by historians, that the son o f Ham was the man 
who was called The Great l~mbanker. and he lite rally d iverted the Nile, or what became the Nile 
from the runoff from the fc1ot of the mountains in southern Egypt, and created the Nile IZivcr, a 
massive task by today's standards. but they actua lly did that. They created bugc banks and created a 
river out of which was one time a massive, massive swamp covering hundreds and hundreds of 
squnre miles. 

Jackie: There· sa gentleman who has wriuen a book called The Secret ArchaeoloJ()'. 

Alan: Oh, I've read his books; I think his name is Michael Cremo. He tails you at the beginning of 
his book that he belongs to one of the lndian religions from the Middle East, so at least he's honest 
aboul it, but he does say that it was tile ancient legends wbich made him look into archaeology. 
There's nothing mentioning religion in it ::tt all ; it's pure archaeology. He documents his Jlndings 
and he seems to be pretty straightforward, and he has found what many others have found. In 
Canada, a scientist named I an Taylor wrote a book called In the Mim/.y of Men: Darwin and the 
New World Order. He goes right through archaeo logy, and what they ' ve fou nd. (the various so­
called ·•ape men,") and he gives you what other sc ientists and also the medical staffs who val idate 
the skeletons have said, which is that there's nothing prehistoric in the makeup. The skeletons arc 
exactly the same as modem man. 

We're being lied to on a big, big scale. They have dctellllincd. one group of scientists who 
believe in a theory, (and everything must fit that theory) say dtat we have found one or two ape men 
from the pasL You see the theory being that evolution must be created as a fact rather than a simple 
theory. It is a religion. evolution. It's got all the hnllmarks of any religion. People arc schooled in it 
and trdined in it and when they dig up things or facts which don't agree wi th their theories those 
facts ore simply discarded or hidden. Jewelry for instance was found in the middle o f coal. Now 
coni wkcs 111any, many thousands, if not mill ions ofyCilrs to form, and we've actually found, both in 
Britain and in the U.S., coal which contained j ewelry right in the middle o f' it, gold chains, ct cetera 
and di iJcrcnt artifacts . 

.Jnckic: So is this el iminating the mjssing link? 

i\lan: Well. what it's tell ing you is that mill ions of years ago, there were human beings, who 
certainly weren't ape-like. who were making jewelry very much like today's jewelry. They knew 
sciences and where the theory of the different ages comes from. We do know in archaeology that 
there have been many types of apes. We know that there have been many types of mollusks and fish 
and so on, but what we're left witl1 today arc the survivors, not an evolution from, but simply the 
survivors of a particular type. 

Jockie: What about the Popes, the Catholic Popes? 
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/\Jan: T he Catho lic Popes were creHtcd to create a new era for world conquest. Over the space of 
about forty to fifty years, they beg<mto stamp out p<~gan ism under tl1e guise of a new religion, but in 
reali ty the new religion was nothing more than the same paganism. There was th.: exact same 
paganism in fact, long before there was a Catholic Church. From the terms they used for the Virgin 
Mary, which was the Queen ofHcHven: you can see it any night you want if you look up at the stars 
and sec the Con:;tellation Virgo. That"s where it comes from, Virgo the Vi rgin. They called it the 
Heavenly Train in ancient Egypt, wben tllcy sa w the constellations and the sequence in which they 
come. That's what they call The Divine Plan of the Ages. was the sequence that it arises from. the 
Virgin with her son behind her. At one time he was called Hercules. and after that. the one that 
killed llercules the destroyer. In Egypt. he was cal led death: that"s what they call ·n,c Heavenly 
Plan . George Bush Sr. referred to il os The Divine llcavcnly Plan. Sometime in th.: rust, a group of 
the surv ivor~ who have created th is age. decided wh<tt this age was going to be. f'mm its beginning 
to its end. and they basically drew up the constellations. No child could go out today and just s imply 
draw all these constellations. becaiL~C you can draw any constellation you want from the stars. 
Somebody at one time picked out these designs and decided what they·re representing and the 
meaning behind the representation te lls you the plan of your age. They do know thai when you 
study the Middle l::asl and their myth~ in previous ages, they have had different constellation plans 
with different meanings. 

Jackie: What about the Dead Sea Scrolls'? 

Alan: The Dead Sea Scrolls, as far as we know. for :111 that's been leaked out, which isn't very 
much. is that they push the various cults which ex isted within lsr:1cl around I 00 II .C. right to the 
end of about 1870 or 1876 and they always focus on the one group. which was the Esscne group. 

Jackie: I' ve rc.ad that Jesus was an Essenc. 

Alan: They would like you to think thal. They would certainly like you to think thai. lie had various 
thing~ in common with them. but when you look at the whole o f Israel and their belief sysiCm (their 
real belief system) he shored a lot of the views of most people of Israel of his day. So you can't 
really pin him down to the Essenes. lie also had long hair and he was from Nnarctl1. lie was a 
Nazarite, and they were a sect which kept themselves apart from the average Jew of the day, and 
they were sworn to a duty prior to thei r birth by their mother. That wa~ the sect of the Naza renes. 
and throughout their whole life when they were under this duty that they'd been ~worn and brought 
up 10 do. they couldn't cut their hair and we know that the Essenes have short hair. 

Jackie: So the Dead Sea Scroll s supposedly came from the Essenes? Why do you th ink they·ve ke pt 
the Dcac.l Sea Scrolls so secret? 

Alan: I think because it would expose and there are many people who wouldn't like the exposure. 
The Catholic Church wouldn·t like it to be exposed. because it would show you that many of the 
tem1s they used and have applied to Christianity were applied to the various pagan sects which 
existed long before Christianity. The modern leaders of world Jewry wouldn ' t like you to know 
e ither, that Israel itself worshiped many gods, not j usl one. It' s always sort of battened down or 
s tamped into the earth out of view or swept under the rug. but they have unearthed temples to 
Astarte or lshtar or basically Esther. where the name comes from. 

Jackie: Then we celebrate Easter? 
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Alan: Yes. They found the temples to Venus. which is just anothe r name for the same thing, Apollo 
and so on. 

Jackie: You had fow1d a really old book you were reading from and it sa id that we who have created 
Pn)test:mtism wi ll destroy Catholic ism? 

Alan: That was Benjomin Franklin. 

Jackie: We who creotcd Protestantism wi ll destroy Catholicism and then we will destroy 
Protestant ism and CIJJ'istianily will be dead. But how could Benjamin Frankl in say " we who created 
Protestantism?" 

Alan: Benjamin Franklin had a very interesting history and a lot of it he gives you himsel( You 
have to read the various books and \'3rious letters and so on to bring it together. But he was brought 
up from bit1h to fu lfill a role. (The same way Armand llammer w;.~s brought up for his function in 
the world, or the Rronftnan family was brought up for the irs.) In tl1e one hand, it gives you a story 
of belonging to a very poor famjly of d issenters. mconing they dissented against the Anglican 
Church. and yet his bmther was no sooner old enough to print up type in a printing press when he 
was attacking Christianity in gencml. It makes no sense. ~us family weren't anti-Christian, (we·re 
told they had nothing against the Christi ans.) so why would both brothers, Benjamin included, no 
sooner weaned and out of their nappics than they were out printi ng anri -Chri51:ian propaganda? 

Jackie: How could Benjamin Frankl in say we who created Protestantism? 

Alan: Recause he belonged to a family. (I' ve no doubt on this,) which was created to be 
revolu tionary. Most of his adu lt li fe he spent in France and he gave the French. lollg prior to the 
American Revolution. (and th is is documented in many histol)' books,) the same constitution that he 
eveutually presented to the U.S. lie was the Grand Master of the Grand Orient Lodge o f France for 
years; they still have statues to him yet. The greatest enemy of all Christianity at the period was 
Voltaire. the philosopher. who again had been brought up from birth for his role in life. Benjamin 
Franklin talks about initiating Voltaire into the Grand Orient Lodge and later on when Voltaire died, 
Franklin was the one who presided over the Masonic funeral. Thal·s in Frankl in's own writings. 

Jackie: Thcre·s knowledge now today that George Washington was a Fr<:cmason. 

Alan: The dilemma comes where you ask why did these men fight for what appeared to he freedom, 
and yet could they possibly in real ity have knovm there was another function they were fulfilling. 
unkno"11 to themselves. 

Jackie: TI1crc·s a lcller attributed to George Washington. warning his lodge brothers of the 
infiltration of the Illuminati into the lodge. I've read tllat the Knights Templar first formed to 
preserve teachings of Jesus tllat had been suppressed by the church and that th is is where the ~ecret 
mystery schools originally began and then tl1ey just d ivided off and divided off until there were ~o 
many of them. Tell me what you know about this. 

Alan: When you look at the mystery schools, they didn·t begin with the Knights Templar. Perhaps 
they consolidated in the days of the Knights Templnr, but the mysteries have been going on in the 
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:>.Iiddle East for thousands of years. The Knights Tcmplar eventually learned it from a people, an 
Egyptian priesthood really, called the Sassani. One of the derivations of the same name is Sassoon, 
like Vidal Sassoon. Jt"s basically the same family tree. Titese people were the Grand Masters of a 
sort of fom1 of Christianity and they had been prior to even the Catholic Church being created: the 
Sassani"s ran the whole of the Middle East. "I hey crcate.d the advisers to all nations and these 
advisers in reality run the nation. They also were given the name of assassin because anybody who 
didn't go along wi th their wishes, were eventually assassinated. So you find in the ancient Middle 
East then. perhaps right up to the present day. people like the presidents and prime ministers we 
know :•re front men, but there are advisers behind them with the real power. This is well 
documen ted in general history books. 

Jnckie: When we talk about the mystery schools: what docs that mean exactly. the mysteries? 

t\lan: The mysteries are mysteries of the ages. is really what they're called. As I say. it's basically 
the technique of government. l11c technique of government and all the forms and necessary 
agencies you need. from the military to the priesthoods to the civil service. ct cetera. 

Jackie: In other words, controlling the people by fear and guilt? 

Alon: rear is the prime one. 

Jackie: Do you think this was part of what Jesus was doing? 

Alan: Jesus was definitely exposing it. lie was Laking the mysteries straight to the pcopk, but he 
was only feeding them enough of what they could take at the time. knowing full wel l thntthcy had 
been brought up just like we are today. with a given real ity. You come along and tell them ·'You're 
not really quite sane. You think you arc but you're not, because your reality isn't truth at all.'' If 
you only feed them small doses. that's why he said the ones who had the eyes to sec. meaning the 
ones who had the ability to see that something was wrong, and the ones who had cars to hear. 
meaning those who could understand what he was saying. The people after the vast meetings he had 
would come tO him and then be would fill them in on what he really meant. In !the Gospel of] John, 
you do get a glimpse of that when he said to the people that he spoke in parables but amongst his 
followers in private he told them many secrets. 

Jackie: As they could bear. Because he made a stntcmcnt a t one point. "There is much more that l 
have to te ll you but you could not bear it now." 

Alan: That's correct. He was literally giving the secrets. People worship whatlhcy"re given, even if 
it' s fire. They don't realize that fire basicnlly means knowledge, so the people and the peasantry, 
with the help of the priesthood, literally worshiped fire at one of the temples. or you' re worshiping 
air. Yuma or spirit. It"s all the same thing and the spirit means primordial knowing, pre-existent 
knowing and those who are ultra-elite and very bright and who had come to most of the answers by 
themselves therefore had primordial knowing, and they would then be brought into the mystery 
schools and given more of the inner secrets. 

Jackie: Is that what Freemasonry and all the mystery schools arc about today'! 
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Alan: Yes. in much higher levels. of cour>c. But the average Freemason today hasn't got a clue 
about what they're even involved in. 

Jackie: rm not talking about the average ones. rm talking about 33rd degree and up. 

Alan: Up from there for sure. yes. Then of course, they're brought into it. "n1cy'rc given access to 
parchments which are hundreds <md even some of them thousands of years old. One of the booh I 
read was by the man who called himself the Beast. A Ieister Crowley. (lie's mis named l11e Father 
of 13lack Mag ic.) He actually memioncd that he was approached at Masonic meetings, hy a man 
who showed him scrolls. Originals scrolls li·om the philosophers which were over 2,500 years old. 

Jackie: Jesus said that he was the light and the bri ght morn ing shining star and he said. "You are the 
light of the world,'' and yet when you read about the Freemasons, (we've got some books here.) it 
says part of their ritual is they ask. "What do you want?" The response i~, " 1 want lighL I want 
more lighL" 

Alan: l11at' s righL You sec in the lower orders they never get the truth. 

Jackie: Why do they call it light? 

/\ ian: Light basica lly means knowledge to them, a nd of course they never reall y get it. There' s a 
Mosomy you see, within Freemasonry. In other words, if you're a useful too l, if' you're a film 
producer or into politics, you will be approached and given a paralle l but more in-depth meaning of 
the truth. whcrc;ts the average Freemason wi ll never get that. He's j ust a tool to spread imcrnationa l 
brotherhood. 

Jackie: You mentioned Armand Hammer and r d like for you to talk about this tomorrow night. 
13ccausc you told me some very interesting facts about him and the fantily and you said that these 
people arc literally born and bred for what they're doing. We talked about this on the program 
because iL dawned on me when Jesus told us to love our enemies, and that's hard. 

A ian: l11at' s the hardest part. 

Jackie: l11en when you can stop and think. 1 us..:cl David Rockefeller as an example, but he had his 
mind stolen Jrom him in inlancy and that he, that these people absolutely bel ieve in what they're 
doing. 

Alan: Oh yes, they do. 

Jackie: And if we don't pray for them who arc going to? 

Alan: I think though, even at that, they still reach a stage in life where they do make a choice. 
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Jackie: Thank you for joining us again, because what you have to tnlk about is important. Have you 
rt::td lbc book 'l71e Occult Technology (!l Power? The beginning of the book is a talk that is being 
given by a fothcr to a son who is going to take over the re;~lm. lie says, '·To my son: in this same 
\Olume you will find the transcript of your initiation into the secrets of my empire. Read them 
again, not for the arcane knowledge, which is now second nature to you, but in order t.o re­
experience th.: shock and awe felt twenty yenr~ ago when at age thiny, ll1e fabulous scope of my 
power was revealed to you. by my trusted :md now mostly-departed advisors. Remember the 
surprise. to tl1c point of disbelief. with which you beheld the delicate, but invincible chain of deceit. 
confusion and coercion with which we finance capitalists enslave this chaotic world. Remember the 
feat of wi ll and strategy that have hcen required to reta in our position, and then inspect your retinue 
carefully. Your heir must be equal to and eager for the task. much as you were. Choose him 
carefully. As I lie here, waiting for the end, I can afford to relish the thought of our empire lasting 
forever, as I never dared to while in charge. Rational power calculation, 'the least is easily disrupted 
by the thrills o f' power which is now in your hands." What do you th i11k about that? 

Alan: That says it all. Who· s the author? 

Jack ie: There is no author; there are no names given here. It isn't a factual writing, but that all of the 
infom1ation is factual. When he came into power. then the different advisors of his father were 
gh·ing him nn overview. for instance, Professor Q gives him a talk on occult knowledge o f the key 
to power. The next talk was done by a Pro fessor M. on tile economics of centrtd banking. TI1en we 
have the Function of the Central Bank in the Mature Finance Capiwlist System; the role of Public 
Education.. Prestigious Associations of Secret Societies and Covert Operations and Lntelligence; this 
book is only about 60 pages long, and irs a mouthful. 

Alan: Did you get it from a books tore? 

Jackie: TI1ere is an address in here. It's called the Occult Teclmolof()' ()( Poll'er. For information 
write: Alpi11e l':nterprises, P.O. 766. Dearbom, Michig:tn, 48121. Remember you were telling us 
that this s tarted way back? Professor Q. , in the chapter ·'An Occult Knowledge is the Key to 
Power," says. "Throughout history, the pure ruling elite arise through secret or occult knowledge, 
which they cnrcfully guord and withhold from outsiders. The power of such elite or cults diminishes 
ns their occult knowledge is transformed into scien ti lic knowledge and it vanishes as soon as it 
becomes common sense." But then he told of how they began first having the power. They needed 
people, (you know when man stopped wandering) to begin to till the soil. ll1ey needed to predict 
the seasons. but the knowledge that they required they didn' t have, and there were certain people 
who began to watch the patterns and knew when the seasons were going to change. Then they 
would make the people believe that they had the power to change the seasons. That was how the 
mysteries began. 

Alan: It happened in previous ages as I said last night, because even to gain that type of knowledge 
of man takes thousands of years alone, to predict the patterns of the sl..-y. 
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Jackie: You also mentioned astrology. lie says, "The occult priesthood. who were the astronomers 
and mathematicians, such as the designers of Stonehenge, convinced their subjects that they alone 
had contact wi th the gods, and they alone could assure the return of planting St!asons and weather 
favorable to bountiful harvests." Then he said that if the seasons were ofT. they blamed it on the 
people and said the gods were punishing them. This is how they gained such control over the minds 
of the people. 

Abu: Also the wealth, because people had to give them vast quantities of the produce of thei r labor 
in order for the priests to go through their ceremonies and they accumulated wealth that way. But 
it's inte resting that the earliest civi lization that archeologists have found was also the most 
advanced civili7,ation and that was Sumcr in the area of Babylon. They sc..:med to have appeared on 
the scene with all of the knowledge. They had the circumference of the earth worked outtu within a 
couple of miles of its present accurate size. They had the complete astronomical charts made out. 
They had a school system where children were taught geography and mathematics. They even 
found the clay tablets which they practiced on. 

Jackie: I understand they a lso knew all of the planetary positions anti the movement of t he planets. 
Is it the Pleiades which are the constellation of the seven planets? Ono of them is actually hidden 
behind another, so that from where we are, we can only see six, but the Sumerians knew that there 
were seven of them. 

Alan: Not only with that conste llation. They aclu3lly had planets, which we didn' t realize had 
moons unti l the beginning of this centltry. Some of them they al ready had names fiJr. They were 
far. fiu advanced for their time. They gave us the sixty-minute hour, in fact. They had time worked 
out to minutes. 

Jackie: Have you ever read Zachariah Setchin's work? lie claims thai he actually quotes from the 
old Sumerian cuneiform and that there was a 12th planet in om solar system, (I think it's called 
Nibiru,) which makes an ell iptic:1 l pattern around tl1e earth, taking 3600 years for it to make one 
puth. There were beings on the planet, and when its rotation was close to the earth, these beings 
came to the earth. He claims that they were the ones who did all the re-arranging of the topography 
of the Middle F.ast; digging out the rivers and things like that. They brought this information here 
and that's why the early Sumcrians knew all this. because it was in their ancient writings. It's an 
interesting concept. 

1\Jan: The concept, though. has been pushed by the Establishment. It's amazing how n1any 
publications hav..: come out with the same thing, that mankind originated from the stars. What's 
interesting too is that that's exactly what Charles Oan\~n said. that the final death knell for 
Christianity would be if we could prove that mankind came from the stars. 

Jackie: Why? Why would that be a death knell? It doesn't take away from the fact that our creator 
created all of the universes und everything. 

Alan: Darwin's spin basically was that there was nothing in the Bible to verifY that God made 
anyone else outside us. If we all came from outside, from space, then it would help them get their 
theory across that man was onl)' anothe,r animaL and not a sacred human being apart fTom the 
animal. The whole tl1eory of Darn~nism was to put man in amongst the an imals for social control 
by the elite.

Jackie: Mal thus was one of Dan'fin · s buddies. 

Al<m: Yes. Mallhus <.li ed in 1834: he waN the chief economist fi.1r the L3ritish East India Company. 
lie was the man who first formulated statistics. All over the British Colonies, he had population 
numbers and ligures per square acre of workers, compared to the land they were working on for 
their company. lie had it \\Orkcd down to how mony r:llions per day they would need to survive. lie 
had it worked down into such a system that they could have enough to survive and complete their 
work. but not have enough to become strong and try and overthrow the oppressor. their overseer. 

Jackie: :VIahhus is the one who came up with concept of overpopulation and ihc need to depopulate. 

Alan: Oh yes. he literall y said that the human rnce must basically give itsc l f over to an intellectua l 
scientific elite; put the mselves in their hands. They must reduce the population of the "useless 
carers," the. excess populrttion. by putting them into more and more wars, which he admitted that 
they themse lves should also prosper from. They should put the poor into housing near swamps. 
where they would get diseases like malaria that would also bring down the population. 

Jackie: Do you have any backgrow1d on Mal thus'? 

Alan: Once ~g~in. you lind most or these cbaroctcrs like Darwin, Malthus and so on, were al l clergy 
or the sons o r c lergy. They were sons of the Bri ti sh nobility. I don' t think people real ize that right 
up unti l this centui'Y the clergy of the Anglican Church also belonged to the British nobility. So. if 
you were in the Bri tish nobility, you would either be an Anglican priest or you would be in the 
army; basically Lhat"s how it worked. Of course. that is exactly the system that Plato advised two 
and a half thousand years prior to that. that you would have the nobility underneath the royalty. The 
nobility would run the am1y and be the army. and also the priesthood. That's exactly what the 
Angl ican Church was right up until this century. Now they·ve let more people imo it. They've 
diversified the new Christian churches, but basically it' s the same system, because you have the 
World Council of Churches with the Rockefcllcrs at the top. Every creed of which you're a 
member, PentccoslJJI or Daptist, all the serie~ of changes they bring throll~h the churches, were fi rst 
put out by the World Counc il, and taken back by the heads to the local churches, and get 
publications from their heads every week. They advise on what topics to speak about in church and 
which ones they must stop speaking about. So. gradually change is brought about in whichever 
direction irs planned. 

Jackie: ll1c charismatic movement? That came from Britain, accord ing to nn aniclc I recently read. 

Alan: Some or il did: the charismatic movement, (you had Wesley and so on.) When Cecil R11odes 
und his group came to power with Lord Milner, they set up a secret society which was to make a 
World Federotion, or Commonwealth of Nations. Cec il Rhodes himself was inspired by a man 
called John Ruskin or Dean Ruskin. lie was the Dean at Oxford University; and his only training 
wns in religion, but he began this preaching that the white man must go out and tame the rest of the 
world. destroy the cultures in order to create one world culture. lt couldn 't be done unless they were 
under one system. which was to be the British system. We call it multiculturalism; \ve call it the 
World Federation of Nations. 
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Jackie: Mullicu lrurali sm: they're teaching it in the schools. l have a document here from 1943, from 
the Pennsylvanian Teachers Union. The rille of th is was "Educating for One World;" they talked 
about forced multiculturalism back then. 

Alan: That's interesting because a couple of days ago here in Canada. in the Toronto Sun, they hod 
a large article about ~chool kids from every school across Canada who had been picked to go to the 
llnited Nation~ meeting in San Francisco. which was held today. These ch ildren each put an essay 
in that had to say why the United Nations was so good. and why they were glad to toke part in the 
new constitution. which has been dra,~n up. 

Jackie: ' I he world constitution? 

Alan: Yes. IIere arc kids taking part Now. kids know nothing. I am sorry to say it, but kids have 
experienced nothing. llcrc are children making rules. or apparently helping to make rules. which arc 
going to affect all of us. These kids arc ten years old, what do they know of life? I mean they 
believe C\'CI)'Lhing that is been drummed into their heads ot school. 

Jackie: Their parent~. who arc e ither uninformed or too lackadaisical or too uncaring to do anything 
about it. arc !cuing it happen. This pamphlet that I was referring to says what they are going to 
discuss during this meeting. This actually was 1947. two years after the United Nations Charter was 
ratified here. They said the problems for discussion were, .. The importance of school support lor 
programs of labor. Preparing you th lor the needs of business industry. The challenges of science in 
education for one world." Then they ta lk about "Administration responsibility for lorced c itywide 
intercultural programs," and then for the teachers "/\ curricu lum for world citizenship ... That was 
1947. I don't want to get us off the track on this education thing, but this is wi1at it's all about today. 
Because they know there are some of us who will never ever, ever give up, and we'llnever forget. 
So they know their future is in our children. 

Alan: It's interesting though, if you really wmned to find out the beginning and end of it al l. the 
book to read is bv Bertrand Russell. it's called Education and the <iood Ufe. . . 

Jackie: 13crrrand Russell? Would you like to hear a quote by him? I le's a humanist phi losopher, and 
a UNESCO advisor. l ie said, ·'It may be hoped. that in ti me anybody will be ab le to persuade 
anybody of anything if' you catch U1c patient young and is provided by the state with money nnd 
equipment When the technique has been perfected. every govcmmcnt that has been in control of 
education for a generation will be able to control its subjects securely without the need of armies or 
policcmnn." 

A lan: It's called Education and the Good Life. by Bertrand Russell. You can get it at your library or 
they can order it for you, or from a bookstore; they have a Bertrand Russell Foundation. Some of 
his books you can get for about fifty dollars. but some of bis other books, which U1cy don't want 
you to get, arc over five hundred dollars. 

Jackie: You mean you can actually buy this book today, Education cmd the Good Life. by Bertrand 
Russell? Miss Effie, one of our listeners and a friend of mine, just found a book by B.f. Skinner in a 
used book store: they're using B.F. Skinner's Operant Conditioning Methods in the schools today as 
we speak, to program our children. You l.."llow that the name of his book is Beyond Freedom and 
Dignity. The title of ll1at book says everything. 
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Alan: I would say ~o. You know Bertrand Russell octua lly had an experimental school set up in the 
1930's. lie brought in a group of orphans. and he also brought in a J!.rOup of children who would go 
back to their parents after class. lie finds ou1 if it "as totally nece~ry (you see the initial idea was 
to take all the children from their parents completely. and that according to Plato. who was the hero 
of Bertrand Russell,) to have two di ficrcnt classes. I Je found out evcmually that wi th the proper 
indoctrination and bringing the psychologist in to wri te the programs for U1c chi ldren. that after 
eight hours of school. and if they got the children about me age of two years old. in kindergarten. 
there was no real need to remove them completely from the parents, because the parents wouldn't 
be able to overcome the social indoctrinat ion given to them during the day. 

Jackie: Tl1a t's why they want all of the children in preschoo l today. They know that the values ond 
what these children arc taught at those very early stogcs is very difficult to un-tcaeh. They want 
them early. Ira Levin wrote This Perfecl Day. In this perfeci world here on this planet. the people 
were no longer born of the mothers. they were decanting them. They were creating a caste sy~tem. 
So. that the people who were going to have jobs where they had to be able to usc their brain. their 
gray matter, they were given the oxygen necessary during their development as an embryo, so that 
they could. But nobody was ever allowed to he too intelligent. Then the people who were being 
hatched. who were going to do the very menial jobs. the oxygen was withheld so that their brains 
didn't develop. They were retarded people, who had enough intelligence to be able to follow 
instructions. You told me tl1ey did it in Sparta; l subsequently read this in Plato· s 1111' Republic. 
They were doing this in :1 sense. 

Alan: Of course we're doing it.: it's never been any difierent. Philosophy has always tought the same 
basic theories of a perfect society and a golden age of the past. '111cir ideal golden age of the past 
meant it was a mythical time, where laborers toiled the land without being angry or fed up and 
miserable with their lot. They did it contented ly. in other words, wh ile the ruling classes benefited 
from tllCir labors. It never really existed. But this is where they ta lk ~bout the go lden age of the past 
and the creation or the future. So what they came to conclude was that man is just too unhappy 
because of his consciousness. His consciousness gives him the ability to think, ~nd if he thinks men 
he· s therefore goiog 10 be unhappy when he realizes that most of his labor is taken from him. Based 
on the methods the Spartans used two-and-a-half thousand years ago. l11c Spartans were a ruling 
race of people and underneath them they had a d ifferent race which they lived orr of; as a slave 
populati on. 

Jackie: Now, when you say a race, are you saying a different race of people or a difiercnt caste? 

Alan: You could probably say caste, rea lly, although the Spartans would maintain that they were (I 

separate, unique race. But really in that one area, they all came from the same race, I'm sure. The 
Spartans lived off the slave caste population and the Spartans themselves were token from their 
mothers at birth and so they grew up never knowing who meir mothers were. They were trained in 
nurseries, and once U1ey were five years old, they literally were put into a junior anny cadet corps, 
where they were taught the rudiments of warfare, and obedience to your superiors. l11ey became a 
mi litary nation; a Spartan nat ion who could Live rough, survive wi th very little, travel vast d istances, 
"in battles and come back again. But they Lived olf the backs of anomer people. When they became 
older, and they were no usc for fighting, they would become overseers wi1hin the groups who were 
the slave population. Whenever they found anyone who had a child within ihe slave group who was 
bright and intelligent, every week or every month they would schedule a work detail, gather up 
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these people, ~end them oiT lO the work detail, and they would n<:vcr come back again; they were 
kiiJed b(.:causc they d id not want anybody who was bright to start asking questions. People who 
were bright could also have the ability to communicate to the rest of them to bccom.: stirred up 
against their masters. So that's how they never had any rebellion. Th.:y literally drew out and caught 
the intelligent youngsters very quick and killed them off. 

Jackie: Th(.:SC people would not have real ly known that they were slaves because that's exactly how 
they wl're indoctrinated from thei r birth. I remembl'r you mentioned that when they reached the age 
of twenty they were allowed to marry, but they were not allowed tO live with their wives. Then 
when they reached the age of thirty, th(.:y could live with their wives. but they had to always have 
their mc~ ls with tht: military camp. llavc you heard the saying ··The perfect s lave bel ieves hc"s 
free"? 

Alan: Oh. absolutely. You know when you look in the ancient past or even in the feudal system of 
the Middle Ages, they never called the people of Europe slav<.'s. The nobility called them serfs. 
serfs. because of the Christian world supposedly. Bul in rea lity a serf is a slave. Serfdom continued 
in Briwin up Llnti lthc 1500's and in Russia ri ght up unti l this century. We're hung up on words and 
terms. I r we don' t call it what it rea lly is. we allow it to happen and continue. 

Jackie: l,ikc today in America, v.e say we're free because we live in America, when, in fact, we are 
slaves. 

Alan: Oh absolutely. In the feudal system, the serf was allowed to k..:cp thirty percent of the crops 
he produced. over two-thirds was taken from him by each lord. Now. in those days, there was no 
mass farming and intensive chemical farming or anything. So whatever they produced was of vital 
importance. A bad crop. you could die of starvation. They were left with thirty percent to feed 
themselves and their family, then barter with the rest fo r the clothing they would need for the rl's t of 
the year. When the figlll·c comes out here in Canada. which tells us how much money we are lt;ft 
with at the end of the year, we have over two-thirds going to government already. That reminds me 
of Carroll Quigley in Tragedy and Hope. where he said the system that is to come. which we· rc 
basically coming into. will be a more sophisticated fom1 of slavery. They simply won·t call it 
slavery. You don' t have armed guards pushing you into huts at nigh t after your work's done. You 
do that by yourself. 

Jackie: Like Bertrand Russell said, ·'When the technique h:1s been perfected. every government that 
has been in control of education for a generation "ill be able to control its subjects securely without 
the need of armies or policemen.'· So that these people, and people today (and we are all doing it) 
arc shuffli11g along, and the reason people be lieve they arc free is that they don' t see tJJOsc 
handcuff.~. They think that until they've got liten1l physica l ~hackles around thei r :mkles, and 
handcuffs or they· re behind bars, that thl'y're free. The players today. Please give us some 
background: you mentioned Armand Hammer last night. 

Alan: Am1and Hammer had four books published or authorized by other publishers. but he basically 
authorized the books. Nobody during his lifetime could write a book about him and live. So, in 
other words. the only other material we had up until his death was what he allowed to be publjsbed. 
Now his story about his family background was a complete fairy talc, of very poor Jc,vs coming out 
of Russia in the late 1800's. hitting the U.S. and just simply making good through hard work and 
diligence. But when you look at the reality after hi s death and the publ ications 1hat have come out, 
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you sec a family dynasty of power. I lis grandfather was one of lhe communist agitators in Russia in 
the middle oflhe t800"s: they started in 1860 agitating in Russia. Then in the t870"s,lhere was a 
massive out- Oo\~;ng of U1csc rcvoiUlionarics and most of them came to New York. A.nnand"s 
grandfather was one of these guys who ended up in New York. Ilis father ended up making drugs in 
the Stales. and involved in the liquor trade during prohibition. That's where they got most of their 
money. They were sel ling it through the pham1accutical companies as medicine. It was hard liquor 
they were sell ing. They were involved in corruption of all kinds and they got away with it. That's 
whot real ly amazes me. 

Jackie: They hatl a very s Lrong tic to the Soviet Union . . 
Alan: Armand 1Iammer·s father knew Lenin very well, and Lenin used to call Armand his favorite 
capitali st, because Russia wa~ importing Ford motors and medicine and so on into the country and 
llammer had the monopoly on ilic Lrade between the two countries. the US and Russia. lie was ilie 
coordinator for all incoming goods into Russia. 

Jackie: Under the auspices. and probably with the hlessings. of the people in our government here in 
America. · 

Alan: Even in the 1950"s and 60"s, he hud polit ic ians coming to his office: he owned apartments in 
the Waterg:,te bui lding. Nixon wa~ a li·cqucm visitor, he came for advice and many others. 
Ki~singer was another one. It's incredible that the man CO\ild literally be dancing with the 
Communists and dancing wiU1 the so-ca lled (':,r ital ists. which leads me to think that they're both 
one and the same thing. I think George Orwell said it right, ··tt"s not a war between countTies: it's a 
war of the governments of the cotmtri es on the minds of their own people: · I really think that what 
we've always had. So you had the Hammers and the Bronfmans doing what they did in C:mada and 
the U.S .. and lheu you had the Rothschilds doing exactly the same U1ing in Brituin. 1 hey weren"t 
poor Jews who simply made good. These guys came in '~ilh an organi:--.ation and big money guys 
behind them, there· s no doubt. Doors opened left. right and center for them. Ann and Hammer was a 
multimillionaire before be left universi ty. 

Jackie: I have a beliefiliat they've done such a wonderful joh down through the ages, and we"ve all 
been durcd and many of us are waking up today. One of the things that I think they have 
ovcrl(lOked is the spirit in man. Bccousc they sec us as animals, that we"re all evolved from the 
lowest amoeba. T heir bloodlines go ::ti l the way back to the beginnings from the bibl ical kings; that 
they have the divine right to rule. But, I believe that they have \mderestimated the sririt o f man, the 
spirit within us. 

Alan: I' m not so optimistic about people waking up. I think Jesus said that a few would be chosen. 

Jackie: Well. many will be called. but few will be chosen. I wonder if what he really said, if we got 
back into lhc concordance and looked at the root of his words. was that many arc called, but few 
will answer. Because if many are called. I don ' t think that God is going to pick and choose who is 
going to light the banle. lie allows us to be his warriors. But we have to want it: we have to be 
willing to do it. 

Alan: lie gave us the techniques to do it. I believe that he knew it could never be done on Earth. I 
think that's why he said his kingdom was not of the earth. You see, he told us how to live, and it 
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wasn't in communes. as lhe communistS would have it. It wasn'tthe wa}' the first Christians did it: 
Paul told them to live together in communes. Jesus said for everybody to make their own decision 
and to help each other: not to give your power to a government or an agency or a committee of wise 
men. But for tl1e individual to say, ''If somebody needs something, I'll give it to them," as an 
individual choice. That's the bottom line, it was a choice you had. You could if you wanted to. you 
didn't n~:cd it. If everyone did that idealistica lly, you couldn't have a power, you wouldn' t even 
nt.:cd a government because people would help each other out, but human nature being as it is. 
greedy and so on: people don't want to help ea~:h otber out. lie also said to wkc no oaths. 
Everything in every country on the planet that hus ever existed takes oaths all the time. When you 
wkc on oath tO do something, or obey thi s <>r obey that, and then the laws get changed, hut you're 
sti ll taking an oath to obey your government. you end up being a tymnt. So you take no oaths. You 
just give your word. yes I will or l won't. /\II these secret societi es take o fT: you go into a 
courtroom. you put up your band. your put your left hand out on the Bible and you've just created 
the square of the Masons: you take an oath. \Vc break his commandments all the time and we don't 
know we're doing it. 

Jackie: His main commandment to us. if you recall, is to love your God with all your heart and love 
your neighbor as yourself. That's what the Ten CommandmentS arc all about. llc said love one 
another even as I have loved you. He told us to do to others as we would have them do to us. His 
message was so simple . 

Alan: It was simple. it was idealistic and ~s I say, he knew of course, that mankind on ihis earth 
could nc vcr f'o llow it. 

Jackie: I low do you know he knew tb:n? Why would he have even tried if he knew that? 

Alan: I think he showed us lhe way it could be done. at tlle same time knowing that it wasn't 
scheduled that way. It wasn't scheduled that way. We've bad ministers and priests who've ruled us 
for two thousand years. since he died, yet. his dying for us, for our sins, should have cancelled any 
further priesthoods. 

Jackie: Well, we look in the concordance and flnd out that sin means error. When we say Jesus died 
for our sins, and now his blood has been shed lo r our sins and now our sins arc covered, they're 
washed away, and we're as white as snow. I believe that has been fed(() us by our churches. 
I believe what rea lly happened was that Jesus showed us hy giving his physical life and coming 
back that there is no death. When we say he died for our sins, maybe his death was a message in our 
error of thinking, in our insane belief system. 

Alan: \ Jp until that time. people were literally o ffering sacrifices to atone for their sins. lle said, 
what bigger sacrifice you can get than this. That was the ultimate sacrifice. 

Jackie: I lis message was a message of life, not death. 

Alan: Oh, absolutely. He came Lo open people's eyes, for the ones who oould have them opened. 

Jackie: When we realize what they're doing tO our children, and we're doing nothing, that is an 
abomination against God as far as I am concerned. If they can steal our mind, and we can't think, if 
we don' t have the ability to reason, if our children cannot reason, tllen their souls can be ... 
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.\Jan: At the same lime. thoul!h. vou have each generation having less to do with their children. ... _, -- ..... 
Parents arc both working no". that was one of the prime or the ftrSt planks of the Manifesto. You 
have ho1h out working, the parcn11> come home. the TV goes on; the children :trc oul mixing with 
!:tangs. playing at the video arcades. The only instntction thcy·re geUing is from 1hcir teachers and 
from thei r gang leaders. Each generation gets worse and worse for us, and better for those in control 
ofth i~ whole 1hing. 

Jackie: I f I have a reason f()r being on this broadcast, because I don't know why I am. I mean this 
wasn' t something that! sough t out to do. I had my own experience in 199 I. when George Bush was 
wlking nbout the New World Order. 

1\bn: [I le also ta lked about] The Thousand PoinL~ of Light. which is also 111 the hook Trotsl,:)"s 
hook . . 1~1· Life. 

Jackie: I was awakened by a Lhoughl lhat wenl through my mind. ··If everybody is like me. we are 
going 10 lose our coumry. our freedom. our libcny." I 0\\~led a business and I did whm everybody 
was else was doing. ,.,-hat I used to call normal, you know, playing Trivial Pursuit on Friday nights, 
ct cetera. "lllere was a calling from my heart, a cry that I had to do something. hul I didn'l know 
what to do. I simply said, "Father. please if I here is something that you woult.l have me do, see to it 
that I do it and I don't care what that is ... 
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Jackie: Alan has been connecting the dots. We've been talking about the mysteries, we've been 
talking about the li es that al l of us have been given since the very day we took our li rst breath on 
this earth. Jt's been happening since time immemorial. Wbat we discovered is that the mysteries are 
nothing more than truth that has been hidden from us, that has been held in secret by the controllers 
(by the controllers of governments and controllers of rel igion) so that they could control us, through 
fear. through guilt, through ignorance. Alan has been, shedding the light on all o r this darkness. 
l hope you have appreciated bis being with us as much as I have. What are we going to talk about 
tonight? 

A lan: We're going to talk about a couple of things that we didn' t quite finish yesterday to do with 
the pyramids and Egypt. The ancient priests, as I've snid before, used to take the pharaohs and 
various other members of high officialdom and they would go through the initiation and lie in the 
sarcophagus in the king"s chamber. What that symbolized was that -when they arose /rom that 
sarcophagus, they were reborn (the tem1 they used.) 

Jackie: Would you usc say the priests of that time in aJJc ient Egypt were they actually more in 
control that the pharaohs were? 

Alan: They were completely in control. ln fact, it's j ust like today, the <Jver<Jge person in Egypt 
would work most of his life and have very little <Jt tl1e end of it. But even then. he couldn't rest in 
peace when he was dead, because they had them in fear of their mortal soul afterwards. So they 
actually drew up legal contracts because the priesthood was also the lawyer association; they've 
found many of these documents . In order to get to heaven, you had to go through different stages of 
purgatory and the Cathol ics copied that right from the Egyptians. There were various levels of 
purgatory. In order to get through purgatory, either your relatives who remained a live had to keep 
giving money to the priesthood or else you left most of your estate to the priesthood (or both, in 
fact.) At the very end of Egypt, the Egyptian priesthood owned almost n.iJJety percent of all the land 
there. What they would do in retLtrn for this land, was promise on these documeots of clay to do so 
maoy prayers for you per day lo r your soul. You would evenntally get to the land of the kings or the 
land of the dead as they called it. but only through thei r prayers, you see. 

Jackie: You know this really is amazing, because when I had Steven Ames Jr. one day, he was 
reading from a document from the Roman Catho lic Church, and it was one of those kinds of 
contracts you ' re talking about from ancient Egypt. The people had to will their property to the 
church when they died and if they didn' t, they were threatened with hell, that they would bum 
forever in that fire. 

Alan: The ancient Egyptians also had another ceremony in the early days of Egypt where the 
deceased was carried to tl1e banks of the Nile. The ltigh priesthood formed a half c ircle around the 
coffin and they did the judging of the dead. Those people in the congregation who had any money 
due to them by the deceased, or anyth ing against the deceased. were asked to speak up against tbe 
deceased. Then the high priest would then make his decis ion as to whether the body would get 
ferried across the water by the silent fenymen. Usually nobody spoke up because if the judge 
proved you wrong in your accusation, then you had to fo1feit your life as well. But that's what 
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happened before you could actually even get the person into a tomb. You had to go through a trial ; 
the living judged the dead. Later ibcy changed that into a symbolic gesture when they developed 
more levels of high priesthoods. They sa id that the highest or the most spiritual person 
metaphorically traveled ncross the sky with llorus and his bark (which is a shir) through the prayers 
of th.: priesthood, and thm's when the idea thattltcy could literally soak you nnd your relatives ro,· 
ever and ever, you !K:C. before you could join llorus and the bark. 

Jackie: For our listeners who may not have heard this before, the word hori7on comes from Ilorus 
rising. 

Abn: Of course. you also get the word set from setting. Set was llorus"s brother, and he brought on 
the darkness. 

Jackie: December 25th was the celebration of the Winter Solstice when llorus began his ascent once 
~tga in. So for all of us who have been celebrating December 25th as the birth of Jesus Christ. well 
once again, it looks like we've been duped. fo lks. Many people who arc finding this out arc having 
a real problem with this. I don't know if we know the date of Jesus· birth. I know that our intent is 
what is important. This is something that I have been struggling with; every day should be a 
celebration of his birth really, and his living his life. Yet, it's very, very difficult when you have 
family and children and grandchildren to say, "Okay, we' re not going to do this anymore:· But if 
we arc going to continue to celebrate Christmas then we need to keep our minds and our intent on 
what this celebJation is, and it is his birth into the physical here on earth, regardless of what the date 
\V~S. 

Alan: It's true. it's the intent you have rather than the knowledge that. ··No. I am going to be 
worshipping something else here." You know what you're worshipping. that"s the main thing. 

Jackie: You know. Jesus didn't ask us to worship him, at least not that I've ever seen anywhere in 
the Bible. 

Alan: No, he to ld us who to worship. 

Jackie: He told that our awe and our love and our worship go to God. Once in Scriptures somebody 
sa id to him. ·'Good Master. how can I have eternal life?"' and he said. "'Why do you call me good, 
because there is none good but God." I think that ' s something that we should remember too, to love 
and to cherish Jesus for the gift tha! he gave UJ;; the gift of truth and light and life. But remember 
how he taught us to pray and not to tum what his message was into some kind of, what do you call 
it, Alan? 

Alan: Basically, his whole message has been tw·ncd imo the ancient rel igions, it's back to good 
deeds and humanism; erc~lling a heaven on earth thrOLlgh good deeds, through good works, which is 
the Masonic Rule. basically. Again too, having intercessors for us; we shouldn't need any 
intercessor. 

Jackie: Like the saints, or like Mary. 

Alan: The Egyptians had the same thing. They had Isis who was the intercessor between the people 
and Osiris. So they had to pray to her, in order to get their messages heard by Osiris: it's exactly the 
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same priesthood. This priesthood was an international priesthood, which also ran the priesthoods in 
Rome a11d Greece. right thwugh the East in facl. to IJobylon. h was ;111 international priesthood, and 
the priests could speak five or s ix different languages and they didn'ttcllthc people of each nation 
that they were all worshipping the same gods with different names. They c.Jidn.ttell them. you see. 
so each country compartmentali7ed, if you like. Often they were sent to war with each other. 
thinking they were completely alien to each other. Of course. when they were fighting their 
neighbors. they were thinking. well these people have these strange gods. But in fact, they were the 
same gods with diiTerent names. l11e priests kept everyone fighting with everyone else. They 
actually found hascs of the priests on the island of Cyprus in Ute Aegenn Sea. It wa~ a b<tsc, a fort 
really, it was a center o f commerce or records (they kept records there.) and a house of scribes. 
These were high priests from Egypt and they had records tbere in Eg.yptian, they had letters in 
Canaanite. they had letters in llebrew. llcbrcw actually was developed from the Canaanite 
language. They were coordinating the different religions at one point from that base. It's incredible. 
·ntey found thousands and thousands of clay tahlcts with all these di ffcrcnt instructions to pricsL5, 
un internationnl priesthood four-and-a-half thousand years ago. 

Jackie: I guess if I were listening to this program right now, and hadn't talked with you as many 
hours as you and I have from time to time. I would wonder. how do you know all of this. and how 
would we know that the information you have is accurate. 

Alan: Well, one of the best sources of infom1ation about the priesthood was Ages i11 Chaos by 
Immanuel Vclikovsky. I le was a fMtastic scholar: he's accepted by all the other scholars as being 
one of the lop men who really went into the archeology. He knew Wi lkinson and all the other top 
archeologists. He studied all these lindings and these records. and most o r that information about 
Cyprus and so on is contained in his book. It's in the library. it's a very well-known publication. if 
not you would get it from the university. He also wrote another one, a follow-up to it. called The 
Peoples o,(the Sea. which also has nn awful lot of this documentation in it . 

Jackie: How do we know (they ' ve changed histOt"y so much) how do we know that Immanue l 
Velikovskv's works were accurate? -
Alan: Basically he doesn't come out with any claims. he simply shows you the evidence that's been 
found. So be isn't bringing up any theories. except the obvious ones. He himself is Jewish, and he 
was astounded to lind that the llcbrew language was actually taken from the Canaanites. The 
Canaanites had the same writtcu language long, long before there was a Nation of Hebrews. So he 
was rather Jlabbcrgasted when he found this out. 

Jackie: What is llebrcw? 

Alan: Hebrew, literally, as I say, is an adaptation of Canaanite. It's almost like a people who 
assumed an identity (the Hebrews.) 

Jackie: What about the Kltazars? 

Alan: The Khazars were a people who were found to be living just around and to the north of the 
Black Sea. They lived amongst the mountains: they were a highland people. The land of the 
K.hazars was about the size almost of modem Spain. So it was a large population. This is well 
documented by various historians. They were discovered there about 700 A.D .. and at tl1at time, the 
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Khazars. (which simply means tzar. like Caesar or Kaiser; it means the kings.) They were 
threatened on one side by an invas ion o r tbe Moors. TI1ey were threatened on the other side by 
Christians fi·om Consliln tinople, which was theiJ base at that time. They were being forced between 
one and the other religion. Tbe king, wbo was called a Kagan, this title was given to him as a 
Kagan, an overseer, (which is a strange name because that same name was given to an overseer in 
ancient Sumeria thousands o r years previously.) This is documemed by Maimonides, who was a 
Jewish historian in the Midd le Ages. Maimonides is a hero to the Jews because he finalized the 
Hebrew religion and gave it vowels and so on, which it didn't have before. He was a high priest to 
the Jewish people. llis work about the Khazars can be found in Wi ll Dura11t' s Series from the 
universities, the main vol ume being The Age of" Faith by Wi ll Durant. You· II sec Maimonides' 
\'I'Titi ng about these people who eventual ly adopted the Jewish faith wholesale (a who le population,) 
even though they had no genetic routes to the ancient Hebrews. 

Jackie: The llehrcws were the Jews? 

Alan: They were only called Jews, (the survivors who came back from Babylon ;md settled in 
Judea.) They then took the name of Jews, and even that's very controversial because when they 
came back from Judea, about 400 B.C., they'd a ll intem1auied witJ1 the Babylonian women. You 
can read that in the l)ook of Ezra in the Bible. 

Jackie: The Jews had i11tcnnarricd? l saw a video: I don' t know how much trutl1 there was in i t, but 
this is exactly what they had explained, that the actual Jews had intermarried so much that they no 
longer existed as a race or a nationality. I don' t know if it's tn1e. but according to this video, the 
Jews as we kno>v them wday a1·e reall y K.lur.::arian or the Khazars. 

Alan: It would make more sense. [ have maps here from the Oxford University in England. These 
maps go right back to about 400 B.C., right up to the present date. They have in this book, the land 
of the Khazars, A.IJ. 700, and it literally is about the si:t.e of modem-day Spain. It's interesting too, 
because the Khazars were really the inner tri be or the rulers. They had a slave race around about 
them and this slave race acted as an am1y and a lso as sort oftax or duty collectors in all the different 
caravan roures that went through the land to trade with Cltina and back. But the inner core of 
Khar.ars were a strange people. 

But ru tel l you one thing that nobody has put together on this thing, and it has to do with 
ancieut Egypt, and it has to do with the Khazars. Evcu though they seem to be separated by 
thousands of years, there is a connection between ancient Egypt and the Kbazars. The history o f the 
great pyramid of Khufu or Cheops, (Cheops is just the Greek name for Khufu, which is de liberately 
p\lt in there to confuse us, I'm sme). Khufu, that' s what the Aramaic languages call it. The legend 
of Khufu was that he wa.s never put into any tomb. Instead, the legend said, tl1at he wa.s buried in the 
ground after the water of the Nile had been diverted from the tomb tJ1ey buried in the ground. Once 
it was buried, they re-diverted the water back over where he lay. Now, interesting when you read 
Maimonides, the ancient Jewish historian; if you th ink of Mammon because that's where it comes 
from; it me<ms wealtl1, money. Maimonides whose writing is recorded in Will Durant's book, The 
Age of Fait II. tells you about how they ti rst found these Khazars and how they converted them to 
Jewry. He sa id that tJ1e interesting legend of the first king of the Khazars, (they are separated by 
thousands of miles from Egypt,) and they have tl1e same legend of their first king being buried in 
the ground after the water had been diverted from them and then the water re-divertcd over the 
grave. The exact same story and nobody 's ever put that together. I found that just simply by looking 
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through different books, and I'm lucky that I can remember most things. I said ... My God, these I 
Khazars have the same story which seems to be the same story as Khufu." 

Jackie: So would we say today that it's possible that the Jewish people arc actually from the I 
Khazarians? 

Alan: Yeah. in fact there's a Jewish professor in Israel. in Tel Aviv, who is quoted in the book 7he 
Thirll!l!lllh Tribe. (Arthur Koestler] as saying that most modern Jewry today comes from the 
Khru-.ars. so even the Jewish professors in Israel admit that. 

.J~ck ic: Docs this have nnyth ing to do with the genetics, the bloodlines of the elite today? 

Alan: I have a feel ing that the nobi lity of the ancient times and the nobility of today arc all one and 
the same people. really. They believe they are for sure. including the nobility in China. All one from 
the w·ry beginning Even the names in China, the K:1hn, the Great Kahn was taken from Cain. The 
Cbinc~c hod the same story basica lly ns Cain being cast out from his people, and they adopted the 
name. According the Chinese, Cain wos a great maker of metal and he was a greu t scientist of his 

• day, which is exactly !11c same story as you find in the Bible if you look up what happened to Cain 
afterwards. He was reputed to have created a people who were good metallurgists (they made good 
metal and weapons) and they were evolved basically in the sciences. It's the san1c story. There were 
different Kahns. the Aga Khan and Gcnghis Kahn was the great Mongol. It's a lmost as if you' re 
finding a connection :tcross even the ancient world o f elite who ruled over others and yet used 
similar Mmcs a(ld similar stories of their origin. I think an awful lot has been hidden. What's 
interesting even with China, is dtal when the emperor who had built the Great Wall of China had 
completed that, be also had his men go across the land, (they had public libraries in China in ancient 
times): and he ordered all the books to be gathered together and burned and be kept away from the 
people. Nimrod was the fi rst builder and he had buill a walled kingdom. There arc too many 
connections a ll over the anc ient world. 

Jackie: What about Rothschild. Rockefeller some of these real biggics today? What about tbeir 
names? 

Alan: The Rothschild dynasty, they claim their descent from an area in Turkey. It's interesting U1at 
the Kha7ars at the north of the Black Sea, according 10 Maimonides. were of Turkish-Mongolian 
stock. So there·s a connection there, perhaps. But the Rothschild's original name was Bauer or 
Bayer, (you can pronounce it either way); and they still own rhc Bayer Drug Company in 
Swiv.erla11d. 

Jackie: When did the ir name change to Rothschild? 

Alan: It cham~cd in the 1100·s. The Rothschild is from tbe German, which means red shield. In 
~ 

Germany it's pronounced Rot-schild. But it's the red shield. lt's a very symbolic name obviously 
because red is the color of revolution. 

Jack ie: Also of Communism. 

Alan: In fact, there's a book out in Britain and here now, talking about Victor Rothschild. (The 
Fifth Man by Roland Perry] There's all the documcntatioJJ from the Kremlin and from the British 
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Ml5 sources, which now admit that Rothschi ld was in touch with Russia all during the Cold War 
and W'dS giving them secrets from Britain. 

Jack ie: What about the Rockdellers'? Is there any blood connection that you know of between the 
Rockefcllcrs and the Rothschilds'! 

Alan: Apparently there is. butthcrc"s a double bli11d here. a deliberate blind. In ancient times. in the 
Sumerian Egyptian bloodlines, the bloodline wasn"tthrough the father. it was tlnough the mother. 

Jackie: So the names could be different because the woman takes the husband"s name. 

Alan: No'' ewn the ancient llebrcws. as you"ll notice this in your Bibles, stan off a lways with the 
bloodline o r the father. But after these people came back from Babylon. (and they admit thnt many 
that came out wi th them were actually Babylonians,) after that around the year 400 B.C., they 
changed the !>ystem and b¢gan to take the mother" s bloodline. So they adopted the same system as 
the Egyptians. as the Sumcrians a nd so on. It's very diflicult to trace the bloodlines because there's 
so much camoufbgc in there. 

Jackie: What about the Rockdclle rs? What is the ir lineage? 

Alan: Their original name was Davies. 

J<Jckic : That 's certa in ly not Jewi~h . 

Alan: They claim to be, I forget what it is I Baptist. ! but you can claim lo be anything. of course. 
What l reo lly have come to think, is that when you look at how the Khazars nm thei r country, (now 
a ll the people underneath them b<1sically were slaves, they were a di fferent people) but after a time 
the people regarded their kings as one and the same as them. I think t!1at we're in the same boat; 
regardless o f the country you live in. if you're in Britain you look at your kings and queens and 
tl1ink, well , they arc British. Well. they're not British. they're a separate race; they've never mixed 
with the blood of the ord inary British people. They·vc only mixed witl1 ll1e blood or the other 
nobility of Europe. I think it's the same at the top of the Jewish people. Their leaders. the Jews 
revere Rothschild as being a Messiah. In fact. they actually called him that at one paint and he leads 
them wherever he wants tl1cm to go. 

Jackie: Not your everyday normal people Jews, but the higher-ups? 

Alan: Yes. Well. as I say. I think they're one and the same people, in reality. Going back to the 
pyramids. the E&oyptian name for the pyramid was Mer. sometimes \vrillen Meir. or Meir. It's 
interesting that they've got that one up in space called the Mir Space Ship. Meir also means mother 
and so when you were reborn and came out of the pyramid from the sarcophagus; that was your 
second birth coming out of your mother. That's from the Egyptian language. 

Caller: Do you th ink the pyramids were built by the Hebrew s laves? Do you think the ultimate 
tower <l f Babel is like the satellite or the space station that U1ey are building right now? 
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Alan: No. I don't think they were built by the Hebrews. There's actually no record who built them. 
Even the later pharaohs would add plaques to the pyramids in honor, on a pharaoh's birthday or 
whatever. but it doesn 't mean they actually built tbem. Nobody knows who built them. in fact. 

Jackie: What about the space stations today? Do you see any connection or symbolic connection? 

Alan: There's;~ symbo lic connection, in a sense. This sort of ortbeat lrom it. and it's (1 who le s tory; 
Nostradamus, who is credited ror a lot <1f nonsense, in fact. 

Jack ie: Wt:. have :.1 call coming. Let 's take the call and then answer the other question too. 

Caller: This is John from Illinois. You talked about bloodlines with the presidcnL~: who among tl1e 
politically elite has bloodli nes going back in to England that may become the next president such as 
Gingrich or possibl) Gor<:.. Who would have bloodline connections there? 

Alan: Tite next one. the British papers said, would be Colin Powell. l lis great-great-great­
grandmother had a child by the lieutenant govcmor. [Gcn. Sir Eyre Coote] who was a cousin of the 
Queen way back in Jamaica . So they actually thi nk that he "~II be the next one. 

J<lCkie: Is there anybody else of the politica lly el ite who would have royal bloodline that could be in 
line fo r it b~sidcs Colin Powell? 

Alan: I don' t sec anyone on the horizon. 

Jackie: We have another call here. 

Caller: Are you famil iar with a Masonic order that say they trace their hereditary lines back to 
Constantine the Great, and/or his bodyguard or knightS? I was at a military show and there were 
some Masonic doohickies on display (I forgot to write all the stuff down) and they said their lines 
went back to Constantine. 

Alnn: That Masonic Order was actually founded by the Scots Guards in f-rance. They traced their 
roots right back to there . 

Jackie: The Scots Guards, is thn t a Masonic Order? 

Alan: II was originally founded as a Masonic Order. 

Jackie: Would that be the Scottish Rite? 

Alan: They brougbt the Scottish Rite into Scotland from France. -l11e head of that is Lord Lothian. 

Jackie: We have another call. Alan. 

Ca ller: This is Joe in Arkansas. One thing I disagree wi th a lot Christian Conservatives on is that 
they think it' s so important for the United Stales to support IsraeL Now I have nothing against Jews ; 
1 come from a Jewish background. My father was Jewish> and I went to Jewish Sunday School and 
we cclcbroted the Jewish Holidays and things like Utat when I was a kid. But anyway, I consider 
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myself an American and a~ I understand it. George Washington said thn t we should steer c lear of 
any permanent entangling all iances with any fo reign countries. It seems like the United States has 
this permanent entangling alliance wi th Israel. I don'tthink it's ~o impormnt to support to them. It 
seems like we're kept supporting them by a combination of religious supersti tion. (that there's 
something specially important to God about the Jews) and it seems like they keep bringing up the 
Holocaust over and over to make us feel guilty about what Hitler did the Jews, so w-: should keep 
supporting Israel. I would like to get your comments on that. 

Alan: I've got a very, very rare book I Orientations, 1937. 1 wrillen by Ute Lieutenant Governor from 
Brita iJl from the years 1920-1939 for Palestine. (when the first Jews were coming in.) lie tells you 
in his book that ull of them who were coming in were Russian Jews. None of whom spoke any of 
the Ar<tbic languages: the only language they kne" was Russian. There were fights going on with 
ancient Jewish scnlcrs called Sephardic Jews, "110 were original natives of the area, who would not 
accept these Russian Jews as being Jewish at all. So, whal happened was. and he tells you in this 
hook. (Lord Curzon [Sir Ronald Storrs) who was Lieutenant Govt:rnor,) that they brought in a 
1 lcbrcw ~pecial i sl lo recreate an ancient and dead language called l lebrcwism. They put that into 
school right away to get one generation speaking llcbrcw. But, no the n:ttivc language of all the 
incomers was Russian and they were communists. 

Jackie: We have a map here that was commissioned in 1943 by the Carnegie Foundation. It's a 
world map and it shows how they were going to divide up the world a fter the Second World War, 
and there is a country on t:h is map called Hebrew Land right where Israel is today. This was lwo or 
three yCJ rs before the war was over. and they <1 lrearJy knew how they were going to do it. They had 
it all planned :md laid out. with the world divided up into regions. Now, if we have time our first 
caller has asked about the spacecraft. 

Alan: It's interesting and it's a coincidence because Nostradamus in the 1500's predicted that there 
would be an end of the world. where the masses would be kil led on: except for the chosen ones, the 
elite, who would be looking down from a b.ome in the sky. Now what they' re building up there is 
the huge space platform, they cal l it. Most the mHtcri:l l is be ing taken to it by this Mir space s hip, 
this mother. as the call it. 

Jackie: Is this our joint elTon with Russia? We're paying for the whole thing by the way. 

Alan: lt's one of them. I don't believe that Nostrodomus could predict nnything unless it was a plan. 
Nostradarnu~ was Jewish; his mother W<lS burned for practic ing witchcraft in France. lie adortcd 
Christianity. 

Jackie: The thing that's ama?ing to think how old the plan was. that back then they would know that 
technology would be able to put space stations up there. 

Alan: As I've said before, most of the great thinkers who have come up with so-cal.kd scienti fic 
discoveries, wil l often report that they were approached and then they always give you that 
somebody showed them some ancient document anrJ so on. Then U1cy become famous. I th ink we're 
not discovering things. they're being re-introduced. 

Jackie: So in other words tbat U1is technology had existed in times before? 
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Alan: They have actua lly ((lund a ballcry in Egypt and irs on display at the Cairo museum. It 's 
made of ponery. but inside it has lead and copper plates in it and its got two tcnninals and they 
connected ir up to a light bulb, they pur in sulfuric acid and it lights up. Now that's on display. bur 
because it doesn'tlilthe theories. all the guys don·t wantro talk aboUI it. So irs jus1 stuck there on 
the shelf, but anybody can see it when they go in. 

Jackie: We're almost out of time here. and there is so much more. 
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Alan: What I was going to say was that the last quotation you gave basically is the type of quotation 
which the elite arc gi\cn. because they really truly believe that they are the chosen people. 

Jackie: That is true. because you know who is credited with saying this? Nelson Mandela. It is true. 
He didn't say here "we arc God.'' but"we are children of God;· and that's the truth. 

Ahm: But then he has a scriptwriter. too. 

Jnckie: Oh sure. I know. Well. it"s beaut iful. I thought that was beautiful. You say that·s th..: script 
that they're given. too. 

Alan: I think more so than the awrage person. You see, I was brought up in Scotl and, and in 
Scotl and you h;tvc defin ite classes of people. They·re fixed classes and each class doesn ' t ovcrlnp 
the nex t: you can't get into the upper classes. So you arc born into a class and that's basica lly where 
you stay until you die. If you're from the lower class then you know as soon as you can understand 
anyth ing, that you arc going to be an employee all of your lik It never enters your h~ad to be an 
employer. That's just the way it is, and your paren ts will never suggest to you tha t you shottld be an 
employer uith..:r. People sort or accept their swtion that's been drummed into them since school. 
Whereas, when the e lite go to their schools, they arc taught the opposi te: that they arc a chosen 
people and they wil l be the rulers. Margaret Thatcher, when she was in office, was the first Prime 
Minister to give puhlic fundi ng. (taxpayer's money in other words,) to the top eli te schools. She said 
they need the money and these arc the future leaders of the country, which meant, obviously, that 
the rest of you peasants wil l nut be the lenders of your country. Thal's how blatant it is over in 
Europe. 

Jackie: Well. you sec, I've always had this feeling, since J"vc been learning about all this. that these 
people do have the truth, they know the truth. but they take it and tum it upside down, inside out 
and backwards. 

Alan: This happened at the very beginning of time I think, when they realized if they created a 
priesthood which said it has a communication to God and that you cannot get to God except through 
them. They have used that tactic ever since. The Egyptians used it. the Catholic Church uses it, and 
the Protestant Church still uses it to a certain extent. Lu reality you have a direct line to God. each 
person docs, and Jesus said that himself. 

Jackie: Yes he did. He said the way to the father is through me. He didn't say worship me. He truly 
was trying to let us know what all these people know already, that we are chi ldren of God, that we 
are powerful beyond measure. Jesus told us that in so many ways he told us that. 

Alan: That's basically why they ki lled him. because he was destroying their power. 
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Jackie: Then all his truths and messages that he was bringing were twisted and warped. People had 
to go on believing, once again. that we arc nothing but terrible sinners and we· re all going to go tO 

hell or purgatory or someplace else; instead of, as Jesus told us, "Yc arc the light of the world." 
Jesus was not here just for a panicular race of people. 

Alan: The thing is. when he was with his disciples and speaking to a crowd. we're told that his 
mother and his brothers came to see him. and everybody expected him to stop everything there and 
then and allow them into the front row. l ie said, ''Who are my brothers and sisters? Whoever 
fo llows me are my brother and my sister." Whoever. So that clears it up for me. 

Jackie: This is the whole point. As we·ve said, we were all born into a lie and that brainwashing has 
been going on since birth and that it isn't okay to question. I had a friend one time who said ".Iackie. 
we arc not supposed to de lve into this stu ff. If God wanted us to know it, we would know it." 
I said, " II' God didn' t want us to know it, he wouldn't have given us the brain. the mind, to ask the 
questions.· · Jesus said, "Ask and yc shall receive, and search and ye shall find. and knock and it 
shall be opened unto you ... So this is what we have to remember and not feel powerless because 
these people really have forsaken God, (haven' t they, Alan?) the lc<1ders, the controllers. 

Alan: The comrollers have a eli llercnt version of God, and this is where Freemasonry at the vcrv. - -. 
very pinnacle comes into play. It's very interesting. and I will start on this point. Tite British paper 
comes out every week, the European Express; I j ust gO! today's copy. It has this great dome they're 
building in Britain, in London li1r the year 2000 celebration. There's a photograph of it in here. It's 
an enclosed dome, with twe lve huge towers coming right through the roof and hundreds of feet right 
up into the air. The twelve towers symboli7.c the number of perfect government . :md that's right out 
of the Talmud you sec. The perfect number of government is tweh·e, that 's why there are 
supposedly twelve tribes (which I pretty well dispu te actually. I think there were twelve ruliog 
families over the people even back then.) In the middle of this great dome, there arc two nine 
hundred foot statues of two people making love. The Queen has refused to be present to open this 
thing. 

.Iackie: Yournenn she can' t stop it? 

Alan: In other words, she'll just passively disapprove and somebody else will do the opening 
ceremony. It was created by two homosexuals from the present Prime Minister's government, two 
best pa ls. I th ink. We don' t know yet if they're two males embracing or a male and a fcm;1lc. But 
symbol ic tO me is the twelve towers, because they burst through the roof. That's like bursting 
through the sky. In ancient times. they said the sky was covered and there was a veil of water 
around the whole earth. When the demons or whatever were cast down from above, they fought 
back at God and sa id they would become gods themselves by their own willpower, thei r own 
powers of reason. their own intellect, ~mtbitiou and abil ities; which is rea lly at the root of 
Freemasonry. They bui lt the ir first tower, which is called Babylon. and the tower is a phallic symbol 
which points up to heaven and it literally is a symbol or a gesture against God. you sec. Here are the 
twelve symbols all in this one big circle in London, England, that are the twelve towers of 
govenuncnt, (the perfect number of government according to the Babylonian Talmud, which is used 
today amongst modem Jewry.) 

There's so much happening all over the world for this year 2000 celebration that you could 
literally do a show every night unl'il it happens. 1l1ey're building structures all over the planet to 
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deal with this. Of cour~-e. George Bush and all the rest at the top of what we call the Illuminati , are 
going tO be present at the capstone being put into place on the great pyramid of Cheops. 

Jackie: There· s no capstone on that? 

A Inn: No thm one was left vacant for the crowning ceremony. which is coming up. This is to be tbe 
end of this age you see, according to them, when they have succeeded in bringing !lround world 
govcmmenL. This plan is so ancien t it's incred ible. until you go into it. You know the man who was 
g iven credi t for designing the European Union, Francis Mitterrand of France, sa id it must be done in 
s uch a manner that the public in every country must be kept in an unconscious state whi le it's 
happening. Francis Mitterrand died about lour years ago and every Prime Minister and the U.S. 
President went over to his funeral and on his cortin they put a single red rose and in the papers they 
said this is the emblem of international socia lism. I've got the paper here and they said that "the 
man worked so hard to bring thi s about. he's a hero to his own people." Now, I don't know who 
they meant by his 0 \\11 people. But they said. "Only one month prior to l1is death he went back to 
his f3, orite spot on the planet. which was the great pyramid of Cheops or Khufu (as the Arabs call 
it.) lie went into tl1c sarcophagus. as was his custom, in the king·s chamber. and lay in the 
sarcophagus." Now. if you go i111o your hi story books, you'll lind that Alex:Jndcr the Great (who 
became a dictator of the whole Middle f-:ast) also lay dOIVll in the great pyramid inside the 
sarcophagus. That's a part of the ceremony going back for eons. Not only Alexander the Great, but 
Napoleon did it as well, and all the grea t dictators and earth movers (as tl1ey calllhcm) did the same 
ceremony. Earth movers ru·e the ones who change society. Francois Mitterrand was anotl1er one. 
Interestingly, Art Bell was another one ond he talked 11bou t it on his show once. in l':lcl. 

J;1ckie: Wdl. he mus t be somebody. 

Alan: Oh, I'm sure he is. I'm certain he is. he's pushing the UFO invasion nonsense t<> the limit. you 
know. They must make mankind think that there were never previous ages to thi s one and there 
most certainly were pre\'ious ages. There· s a debate going on right now amongst archeologists who 
think the three pyramids are put in reverse order because up to the present they've always said that 
tl1e pyramid of Cheops was the first to be made and tl1cre was no capstone put on it. But the other 
two. which are in bad repair. were later one~. I would contest that, because the other pyramids are 
:tctually older and they represent the crowning achievements of previous ages. 

Jackie: Maybe they were built wi thout capstones. The capstones were put on during those crowning 
times. You mentioned somebody else tl1at we know well, who has been over there lay ing in that 
Silrcophngus. Rush Limbaugh, do yo u kuow ;mything about that? 

Alan: No. Rush Limbaugh. It wouldn't surprise me because most of the establishment has gone 
through the top ceremonies. George Bush is in brotherhood of the Skull and Uoncs Society. In 
Britain we have the same thing. In fact I wouldn't be surprised if Margaret Thatcher did the same 
thing. 

Jackie: How about Clinton? 

Alan: No, I don' t know. l don't know. But once again, as l say.l'm sure tl1cy've all gone through 
similar ceremonies because they don' t have logo there to do it. They also have similar ceremonies 
within certain lodges of Freemasonry, you see. Even in the 5th century A.D., when they were trying 
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to swmp out the pagan ceremonies to Mithra and they called it Mit·hra ism, they discovered skulls 
undcrncJth the sarcoph;agus and the sarcophagus being used as part or the initiation ceremony. 
Because once you arc inside the sarcophagus you sec. initially you were supposed to stay there for 
three days. They don't do !hat anymore. 

Jackie: I. ike Jesus? 

Alan: On the third day you ri se and you've been born again. Often in ancient times. they would bear 
voices whi le in the sarcophagus. Anybody who looks lhrough the plan of the pyramid sees two air 
chambers going off at angles (at forly-livc degree angles) to 1he outside. In ancient limes you could 
shine a light down those passage ways and you could talk down it ami il would literal ly sound as if 
it was Ct>ming out in ste reo and the voice would boom and be very awesome: so its part of the 
trickery. 

Jackie: Like the Wi7.ard of Oz. Behind that curtain there was a little. scrawny guy wilh a great big 
megaphone. 

Alan: That's exactly it. That's right. Uasically the pharaohs ond the people who were always 
presented at the top were puppets of the priesthood. The priesthood lmd the power. 

Jackie: So the mysteries. when we go ali i he way back to that, its knowledge that I hey have held and 
that they have kept fro1r1 people all the way down through the ages. The greatest ru1d most important 
of that is tha t we are all childn:r1 o f God, and os Jesus told U$ "l lnto us, nolhing shall be 
impossible:· llc meant that literally. I know he did. lie told us. you know. with your faith even the 
size of a liulc mustard seed. you could say to this mountain. get beyond here and it would move. lie 
was saying that to all of us. When he com<:$ back, will we know him? 

Alan: Well . that's the big one. Or wi ll we simply crucify him again? We don ' t know. we really 
don' t know. 

Jackie: You said thai you thought that when he comes back. that possibly they'll do it again? 

Alan: Yes, because this is a defini te contest that's been going on ever since the world began 
between a people who believe that Salan was the good guy. They be lieve that Cain. one of their 
heroes. was an offspring of Eve from the serpent. The serpent is a symbol of knowledge or wisdom. 
So in other words. they're trying to say !hat Eve was the mother of wisdom. In their language they 
change her in1o Serni.ramis, Nimrod's wife . lfs all done symbol ically. in symbolic terminology. 
They themselves (they called it their own genius) wi ll he able to bring aJotmd lhc r crfcct word. 
wl1ich was created incomplete and imperrcct. 

Jackie: The IUwninati usc the phrdse "order out of chaos, .. well that makes perfect sense. I have a 
book here which gives the roots of a lot of words. The original root meaning of the word chaos 
meant, .. Before God created." So these guys are sayi11g, well they arc creati ng the chaos o f course 
and then they are going to brrng order out the chaos like God did when he created. 

Alan: I mean. wbar s fascinating is when you go into all the different versions of the history of the 
Middle East; you take in the Egyptian history, you take in the Persian histories, Libyan and you get 
all these different versions of the same event with different causes and different answers to them 
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and so on. What you lind is that Egypt w·.1.~ the longest lasting dominant commonwealth on this 
planet that ever existed. They basically controlled the land from Egypt right to the west. right past 
Mesopotamia. They had trade routes even into China li\·e thousand y(.'<ITS ago. What \\e're told by 
anthropologists. of course who want to believe in evolution. that man was very primitive hack then 
with a small brain and all this nonsense, but in reality we've never been any diOcrent. People are 
nov. saying that Egypt couJd be much older. They knew mathematics and astronomy: they had the 
sciences worked out. Titey had a priesthood for each science; one for geometry, one for a lgebra, one 
lor chemistry and so 011. So each mystery, in other words, was a sc ience, in rea lity. They had 
another priesthood which deal t with ihc control or the people '~ minds, and they used f·irc and 
various mirrors and so on and gimmicks to impress the people. They would burn chemicals and 
cause \'O rious clouds of smoke to appear. It' people d idn't give enough o f their ti thes and their 
offerings then the wrong color o f smoke would appcnr and so on. Easily explained today. but in 
those days the people were kept in a \'Cry primitive state and completely illiter:nc. of course. 

Jackie: Even using. as an example. the eclipses. These people knew when there would be an eclipse 
and they made the people bclic,·e that they made the eclipse happen going through all their rituals 
and C\ crything. 

Alan: You see the tenn they used for these people were the Magi. l11ey were the Lords of IJlusion 
and that was their ability was to create illusion and fool everybody . 

.Iackie: That reminds me o f the three wise man who came to vis it when Jesus was bom, were they 
them? 

Alan: Well, we don' t know because two Gospe ls talk about that event, the other two Gospels 
completely omit it. So you' ve got to soy to yourself. if this was a momentous event. why would the 
two others omit it or was it added in there? I don't know. lt could have been added. the Bible has 
been tampered with since iL~ beginning. There' s m> doubt on that. I mean. there were hundreds of 
other books, which were completely discarded. There were hundreds of other sects that exjsted 
which were basicaJlv extemunatcd after the Council of Nicaea in 3:25 i\.0 . One of the mam -
eontestams was the Arian group and they believed rhar each man had a direct path to God. 

Jackie: They bel ieved that Jesus was the son of God and so are aJI o f us. I do h~ve a book on the 
First Coundl ofNicca. This is amazing because the speech by Constantine to these attendants at the 
First Counc il of Nicca, I'm telling you if you' ve read it Alan, you'll recognize tl\01 it could sound 
like a speech that one of our politicians made yesterday. He dialogued these guys to consensus. 
They even used the word: he used the word in there. 

Alan: There must be a consensus. II wasn't a one-day meeting either. 

Jackie: Oh no, he was a having a great celebration because of his 20th anniver~ry of rule. He set 
this couneilto happen at the time of that celebration. According to even his historian, he wined and 
dined them. lie gave them money and he gave them gills. 

Alan: lie bought them off. 

Jackie: They said that if there was anyone speaking that he didn' t agree with then he encouraged 
everybody to speak, but then he would lead them to the way that he wanted them to think. Arius 
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carne. he presented his information and it was burned. That's why I guess there' s not much record 
of his tenets. TI1en he was excommunicated and Constantine put out an edict that anybody who was 
caught with Arius· work. his writings. (after he said that they were all to be burned) would be put to 
death. 

Al~n: That"s right. llc made an exception lor one of his sons who followed him. 

Jackie: lie ldll~d a couple of his sons. 

1\l~n: lie had two sons, the other on.: was a homosexual and even though he wus a homosexual. he 
put an c<.lict out in the his area that he w:~~ given to ru le that all homoso.:xuals caught in the act were 
to be put to death. So there's no love amongst them either, you sec. But his other son was a follower 
of the Arian methodology. They basically tried to get to God through medit:~tion. 

Jackie: That" s what Jesus told us to do. 

Alan: 13ut you wouldn't need a priesthood for that. 

Joekic: When Steven Jacobsen suggested thm the only way to undo the damage that has been done 
to our minds and to really lind the truth. he mentioned going into a meditative sta te and getting in 
LOuch with that part of ourselves where God dwells, where the spiri t of God dwells. A liiend of 
mine said, " l j ust love him. but he' s going New Age on us." l sa id "'Why?"' "Well , because he's 
talking abo ut meditation and that"s New Age:· I went into the c(mcordauce and I found eigh teen or 
nineteen 1·cfcrences in the Bible to meditation. But they've done a Jot of twisting. nnd they bring 
some of the truth imo it so that the people who aren ' t re~Jly infonncd about meditation say, .. Oh. 
that's New Age." So the truth is being hidden in plain s ight because it's all wrapped up with all the 
New Age nonsense. 

Alan: That's right. You see there's no secret to meditation, you don·t just sit like a buddah. you 
don 't have to do any weird tl1ings with your hands. it is simply a matter of taking a thought and 
pondering on it in quiet and solitude. That" s basically what it means. 

Jackie: Focusing your attention maybe on listening for God because when we pray we arc speaking 
to God. 

Alan: There's so many dis tractions. r urposc ful d istraction, the way we ~rc bombarded with 
information ami cri sis all the time, (most of it is fictional and never happened.) If you were to really 
bel ieve the newscasts everyday. especially in the Uni ted Kingdom or Europe. it would put you in a 
state of paralysis, and that's what they want. you see. Psychologists arc very awure that if you 
bombard people "'~th bad news all of the time, they become first of all scared and paranoid and then 
they withdraw; paralyzed. completely. That"s the state where you can go ahead. if you"re one of the 
controllers, and implement whatever you wish withom opposition. 

Jackie: That 's because people feel there's nothing we can do. Besides tl1at, we lu1ow, that in the end 
we win. because it's in the Book. Isn't that a wonderful way to make people sit back and wail for it 
all to happen? 
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Alan: The elite real ly think that their pc:rfcct world will be a world where people will toil at 

laborious tasks. will be bred to the job. and \\ill basically have no consciousness. The ancient sign 
for the perfect society comes from the sign for Omega. which is the beehive. 1l1e beehive was a 
sacred object in f.gypt, you couldn't sell a beehive: you could only give it as a present to royalty 
and nobody e lse. The reason was, it was looked upon as be ing the perfect society, every bee knew 
his job. it was born to its job, it did nothing else. it wasn't unhappy and they all serviced the bees 
above them. right up to the Queen. That became the symbol of Napoleon when he was trying to 
create a world government. lie was a top rreemason himself; he used that on his nag, the symbol of 
the beehive. In fact, Napoleon created his own downfa ll by going to Egypt. He took seventy 
archeologists with him and the Rosetta stone. (which eventually deciphered the Egyptian writing,) 
was found by one of his men. People ne,·cr figured out and the history books never tell you why on 
earth this guy. who wanted to conquer the world. why did he go to Egypt right to the pyramids. That 
was 1he reason. I lc spent months there, excavating different tombs and so on. A lot of the st11ffthat 
c:Jme out o r Egypt has disappeared and l think a lot of these guys went in to make that information 
which wns inscribed which would tell you about the previous ages was purposely removed. Man 
has been at different pinnacles of scienti fie discovery in previous ages, there's no doubt about that. 

As I say. the first people to aJTivc on the scene, it's like a camera swi tching on, you see 
people working til blacksmithing and astmlngy and astronomy, and all this stufl: was in SumcritJ in 
four and a half thousand B.C. They had that knowledge there and then. Well. where did they get it 
from"? It didn't come from outer space, it came from previous civilizations. Everybody in the 
Middle East, even China. even the Mayan Indians have a story about floods and catastrophes, so 
the,·e have been rrevious ages. If you go into the Ilindu writings you found out that they do indeed 
have records of many previous ages and that has been kept from us. Now there h:IVe been previous 
ages where man reaches a 7cnith of production and then was wiped out for one reason or another. 
that would destroy the whole theory of evolution. I believe thafs why this theory was pushed to 
keep us froll1 catching on; thot I here have been previous ages, there have been survivors who had 
U1e power and th..: tcclulOIOgy ond know how and who used it on the other survivors of the r laJlCl. 
How docs that grab you? 

Jackie: It just amazes me. Alan. You know I am gelling used ro you. For our listeners, I've to ld you 
he has called me nnd he would start talking and I ask a j illion questions. I would lind myscl r 
list<:n ing with every cell in my body to the information because it all connects together. We have to 
accept the fact that we have been lied to mightily. 

Alan: 1·11 tell you one of the other things that put me onto tlus, was reading the lifo;: histories and 
stories of scientists down through the ages, people who arc credited with discoveries and so on. 
Isaac Ne\\10n. who was the guy credited \vith giving the theory of gravity and many other 
inventions, he said there is nothing I ha,·e discovered which hasn't been v.Titten about in the Talmud 
and inscribed on the walls of Egypt. I've read the: same thing from other scientists down through 
the ogcs. Then l found ou t that Isaac Newton belonged to the Royo l Institute of England; it was the 
Grst ch:mered Masonic lodge for England. the Grand Lodge of England. Then l went back to the 
Western discoverer of gunpowder and that was, I think. Thomas Moore, who was a priest. credited 
with alchemy in the l~th century. I read his diaries, and he said he was approached by Talmudic 
Jews, this is what he said now, in Oxford Flngland at Oxford University. lie said they showed him 
the secret of lhc ages and of numerology and so on. The next thing you know, he's producing 
gunpowder and di ffcrent things like this. I think literally these inventors don' t come out of the blue. 
they"re chosen, and they' re given knowledge. which has existed before; that"s the impression I get. 
Yes, but once you start reading the stories, and you see the same story coming up all down through 
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the ages, right through Bertrand Russell who says the same thing. Talmudic Jews approached him. 
Now. I don't know if that' s a symbolic term, the Mason Jews or what for these wise masters, as 
they call them. lie mentions that that's when his career took off; he said doors opened all over the 
world for his theories on population control, et cetera. Noth ing stood in bls path; everybody was 
suddenly asking to have his publications. This is the same story o r I (i nd with so many of the so­
called great inventors. 

Jackie: What about the Kabala? What do you know about the Kabala? 

Alan: The Kabala is part of the Talmud. We' re told that there arc over twenty-four books in the 
Talmud. and I believe there arc probably hundreds more. The Kabala is not encoded as such. what it 
really is. is meanings behind vei led meanings. You have to sit and ponder to figure out what it 
really. really means, and it"s never the first impression you' ll get; it's a meaning behind. It takes 
yea rs and years of study to catch on. 

Jackie: In other words. the esoteric and exoteric. 

Alan: The exoteric is mean t for what they ca ll the profane, or the unini tiated, the unenlightened. 
Once you're initiated into the mythology o f' looking at what the rea l meanings arc, then you begin to 
catch on. When you look at Nimrod, for instance. he was given the credit as the first one to create 
walled cities. So he was a builder, he knew archaeology, geometry and so on: mathematics they 
knew, he was credited with that. Right after he did that, we're told, he was the first one to create 
war on hi$ neighbors: and that's very important because that was one of the firs t methods o f 
creating chaos and then oiTcring yourself as the solution. He was also credited with making 
armaments: bows, arrows. swords, metallurgy and so on. as was Cain, by the way, in the Bible, 
because if you read in the concordance and find out what happened to Caiu, hen eventually went off 
to create his own lillie empire. The Canaanites were credi ted with being masters of metal and the 
sctenccs. 

So there· s more to the story until you understand the meaning behind the story even in the 
Bible. It's the same story as Nimrod. You sec even the very fact that Cain was supposed to be a 
planter, now everybody in the Middle East knows you have to know the stars ond the movements, 
the ris ing of Sirius (which would bring tl1c Oood!; annuall y) to know exactly where to plant. So it 
didn't mean you just grew crops. he was a scientist. The mysteries credit him with being a scientist, 
the first scientist. 

Jackie: 1\.re you go ing to come back with us tomorrow night? We 're out of time, but we' ll be back 
tomorrow night. 
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Jackie: wc·ve been going back in history and /\ lao hus been filling in some pieces. It' s more like a 
mosaic coming together than pieces of a puzzle. My belief is that we've all been born into a li e and 
by that I mean that the truth has been kept from us. We were talking about /\rt Bell; I had a call 
from one of our listeners encouraging us to get on /\rt Bell's website. that he's had some great 
guests on his program. When somebody is syndicated on four hundred /\M and FM stations it 
makes you wonder what information they are pulling out that the el ite wants to be put ouL Use your 
mind and start connecting the dots for yourseiC /\lon shared some information with me that J want 
you to hear, statement$ ma<.lc by Art Bell in a hook that he wrote. 

Alan: I think the last book that he wrote or had ghost-written or whatever, he mentioned the terrible 
stale the world is in wi th crime. (I don't know if he mentioned population) and all this kind of thing 
and wars. But he ends with a statemenl. ·'If it takes o benign dictator, then so be it, to put the world 
in order.•· 

Jackie: Is he talking about a world dictator" 

/\ Inn: In the Masonic terminology, which is ancient, really pre-Masonic, the world would be ruled 
hy twelve wise men wi th a hidden one at the head (th irteen.) Th<! hidden one is al l Lhrougl1 the 
re ligion. In ancient days the hidden one wa~ Saturn and he therefore was worshipped on Satwn-day 
or Saturday and those who worshipped on Saturday \\Orshipped the bidden <lod. But all through the 
writing. eventually twelve "'isc men with this hidden one (thirteen) would rule the world: that" s in 
Benjamin Franklin· s writings too. in his diary and letters he said tl1e some thing. 

Jackie: With the experience tltat people in all nations. all countries have had witll rulers. with 
monarch ies. 

Alan: Then you find what the term ruler means. The term means CDnc. The first cane was also n 
ruler or a measuring stick. Even the E~ryptians cal led it a cane and it was marked off i11 units of 
measurements. Then when they changed it to the Masonic one. which is a square, they still called it 
cane. From the word which symbolizes those with intelligence. the prime source, the first ones witl1 
the gene, out of that you have Cain; he was basically banished. He was given the credit in the Bible 
for creating a race of metal workers and scientists, you would call them today. You have the same 
story with the Greeks: they called him Pluto. J lc was cast down in fire and created images and metal 
works, and that's how he became a learner of the stars and sciences; the same story all through. We 
have Chan, Cane. We have the word Cohen. Cohen was actually the high priest in Ilcbrew. Conn 
was the high priesthood and they were lost a'llcr they went into Babylon. 

Jackie: How about the word Kahuna'' 

Alan: lt's probably similar, but the word Caan (or in Chaldea., in Babylonian, Caan was also a high 
priest) so you have Caan in Chaldea and Cohen in the Hebrew. From the same root come tlte word 
king and cam and ruler. There are two meanings. a ruler is a ruler who rules you and a ruler also 
measures. So tl1ey always have these double meanings in their terminology. 
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Jackie: I only listened to a lew of Art Heirs programs. but back in 1995 when we ''ere fighting the 
Conference of the States. which was an all-out effort as a backdoor anempt. 

Alan: Margaret Thatcher was over here at the time: sbe was going to go down to it . She gave a 
lecture in Massey llall in Toronto and it was a closed lecture to the CFR. Rut this young reporter 
put a blurb in the paper, I guess her boss didn't catch her in time, and it said that her lecture was on 
the New World Order; that wa~ the title of her lecture. That was at the same time that Bush was 
to lking about his New World Order. She ended the discuss ion by saying that she was 110w going 
dov.~1 to Philadelphia for a very important conference. 

J~ck ic: That was in 1995? 

Alan: Yes. it was in tbe Toronto Sun. 

Jackie: I remember you telling me that. I hat· s how sure they were that they were going to get their 
Conference of States. The fact that it was stopped shows me that when we arc calling on God and 
asking for guidance, and working together, miracles do happen. 

A Ian: And working together. 

Jackie: One of our friends in Color<Jdo had a swte-wide fax network and I would f:ax to her and then 
she would f<ax it around Colorado, that'$ how we got the informati on all (lVer the country. She was 
fax ing n two-page alert that we hild done on the Conference o f States and iH the midd le M her fax 
(she was faxing over to Art Bell ) it stopped. She got a fax back that sa id, " If you don't stop faxing 
me lhis gnrbagc I run going to S\le you:· I said. "That tells us all we need to know ahout An Bell, 
docsn 'ti t?" 

Alan: C\'Cil given what he did in Egypt, was a way tO put his ow11 people through initiation. by 
telling them that he lay in tile sarcophagus and so on. Then again, you see one of the names of their 
heroes in the past, Nimrod. was also called TI1e Crreat Confuscr. What they have you see. especially 
in these days. which arc according to them arc the last days of the age. they have to create as much 
confusion for the intelligent to find. so that the intelligent wi ll be running around chasing their tails 
forever. Their spin, even in their books. always ends up that we came from out in space somewhere 
and so nn. where as in re<JJity mankind ond especial ly the priesthoods (which were the keepers of 
the knowledge,) have been here for many thousands of years. There is proof of it, luo; there is a lot 
of proof of it. 

Jackie: We talked be fo re about Lhe fact thm the anciclll cunei forms of the Sumcrions proved that 
they hnd a tremendous knowledge of the heavens. of all of the heavenly bodies, nnd where they 
were. 

Alan: They had the star patterns. the routes. and the times they would reappear. You must realize 
they knew the ages. And the equinoxes. "c have the monthly ones: you know you· re a Capricorn 
and so on. but you also have the cosmic ones which give you the age you live in. The age we are 
living in now is Pisces. lnat's why for the last two thousand years we have had the sign of the fish. 
It was even written into the Bible, "You wi ll be fishermen of men." Wherever they went. the first 
symbol the Christians used was the fish. You lind it in Britain in the museums where tl1ey carve it 
into rocks on the shores. Now, the s ign coming up is to be the Age of Aquarius, which starts about 
the year 2030 or so. That means these high priests have done a round c ircle of al l the equinoxes at 
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I cost once. so that they know when they come, which means at the very bq~inning from the present 
Aquarius coming up to the one before. you·re talking twenty. thirty thousand years. So they·vc 
studied this for many thousands of yc:1rs. The reason anthropologists have b..:cn pu$hcd so much on 
people is bec<lusc they want you to believe wc·vc had a steady progression from scraping our 
knuckles on the ground from len thnu;;and years ago. But the rea lity is the high priesthoods were 
always in existence. long before that They'd studied for thousands of years. 

J:1ckie: I had read Zechariah Sitchin's work. and it seemed to make a lot of sense. So that it would 
be somct.hing that could be plausible. Of course I thought about it and it still docsn'ttake away from 
the fact that God created everything. <J il of the planets. the universe. every thing. So it wouldn'ttakc 
aw<~y Crorn that and it makes much more sense to believe that the possibility and you say that there 
is absolute proof Lhat there were civilizations before us who had rc~chcd the point where we arc 
today. 

Alan.: Absolutely. It's like a movie. where the lilrn starts and you sec people sc.:urrying around doing 
their everyday business. Tbc history we arc given for our age here begins with a movie just like 
that; we see people harvesting, planting, priesthoods and so on. It d idn't swrt as a gradual 
progression. hut people know that sometime in the past it must 'have started as a gradual 
progression. But our present era of about four-and-a-half thousand years ago, begins with the 
knowledge already there. the knowledge of the seasons according to the stars and the rise of Sirius. 
ln the Middle East that's what they used to know when the floods were corning from the Nile. So 
these priests have done hundreds if not thousands n r years of study to get 10 tha t stage of 
knowledge. There's no doubt about it 

Jackie: [Re<Jding a lette r rrom a listener.] "Religious illiteracy is rampant but to promote it is 
terrible. Christ said the truth shall set ynu free. but you are not free to deny the other things he said. 
lie also said, ·tam the way. the truth the light"' ' I have repeated that on my program. What is th..: 
trmh? I The leller continues.) ··Christ claimed he was God." lie never claimed he was God. He 
never claimed he was God. It came !Tom the C<Jtholic Church. It came from the Nicoea Counci l in 
325 A.D. That was the big spl it; that was the big controversy at that time. Jesus never said he was 
God. 

Alan: lie told us to pray to God. 

Jackie: Do you know much about the Nicaea Counci l? 

Alan: I know a lot about the word N ieaea. it is a L:~tini7..ed vcr~i on o r another word; wbencver they 
bad councils they generally gave it that name. You'll find also that under Jehovah Nicaca in the Old 
Testament, and Nicaca (nasi) is very important to the whole conversation here, because when the 
Jews came out of captivity in Babylon they had lost their high priest (the Cohen . the family of 
Aaron, the hereditary priests.) But out with them from Babylon came a new ari stocracy and they 
formed the Sanhedrin. The Sanhedrin is actually the Greek word we arc given for it. But the 
Sanhedrin sat in a half-moon council and that wa~ why they wert: given that tem1, Sanhedrin. In the 
middle of the Sanhedrin was the Grand Master, and they called it tl1e G rand Sanl1edrin . The term 
they used for the Grand Master (siHing right in the middle) was Nasa, you·u find that in your Bible 
dictionary. Now it could be Nasa or Nasi. it doesn't mauer because they interchange the vowels, 
there arc no vowel points in ancient Aramaic. Egyptian or Chaldean for that matter. They put the 
poinlS where the vowels should be. This term you'll find popping up all down through history 



wherever this particular elite have sell led. Therefore when they had their first council. they called it 
the Council of Nicaea (or Nasa. it"s the same v.ord.) In Jehovah Nasa. that's where \\e·re told 
Moses put his banner. which had the serpent around it that he made. the brazen serpent. Now the 
hra7en serpent was a symbol of Isis from Egypt. On either side they had a son of half-moon shape, 
and that was the same as the Sanhedrin. It' s the same shape you'll see as they sit around in the Great 
Counci l of the United Nations, they sit in a half circle and they are our new high priests. When they 
moved from Nicaea, they had another one u couple of hundred years later for th..: papacy in Nice, 
Froncc, another s light variation in dia lect. When they moved from there, ond they created the 
Carolingian Dynasty and the Merovingian Dynasty, these heredital)' linc:1gcs which became the 
nobility of the whole of Europe. they created the li rst mint in France in Nice. They crc;ll cd another 
one when they moved up into Swit7.crland, and they called that Nasa. a s light tlif'fcrcncc again in the 
word. When they moved up fmm france into Norway and became Vikinss. and th..:n later called 
themselves simply Normans. and came into Urit:lin. whe-re they landed in Scotland they called it 
Nasa. or Nc.~, that's where Inverness is now in fact (and the locals still call it N:L~a.) When the 
Vikings moved from there and hammered Ireland for three hundred years to get into Ireland. the 
lirst place they called it when they got there was Naas. and thai's thirty miles south of Dublin. 

Jackie: So they arc big on symbology. arcn 't they? 

Alan: You bct1er bcl.icve it. Nasa not only means the head, it also means the scot. because we are 
talking about a gene1ic strain here of intense selective breeding all dowo througl1 the ages. Nasa also 
means new beginnings and they crea ted a nasa even tually, another one in Swit1.crland and in other 
pl ~ccs where they had capitals: so Nasa. Nice, Nic<tea and Straits of Nesoysund.:t [historically 
Nnssc or Nasa] ir1 Nonvay. Nasa in Scotland and another Naas in Ireland where they had their 
bases. It's a very important symbolic name because it literally meant the head. When you look at the 
Sanhedrin that sits in !his council. in the middle you have the headman. the Nasa as you call it in 
Hebrew. If you check your dictionaries you'll see that. mine is an old Bible dictionary. What you'll 
lind down through the millennium if you study the llcbrew and your Old Testament, (it's the one 
thing that makes children yawn at Sunday school and tbar s genealogies,) all through it, 
genealogies, genealogies. If you change from there and you jump over into the Aegean Sea, ncar 
Greece, you' ll find they had the high prie~thood running the cult of Tammui'. Every woman on 
Crete had to become a prostitute of the temple for two weeks oul of every year. 

Jackie: What do you mean a prostitute of the temple? 

Alan: She had to give herself as a prosti tu t~ in the tem ple ofTanunuz. 

Jackie: To the priest? 

Alan: This is the whole thing. you sec the high priesthoods all down through the millennium were 
the ones who were doing selective breeding. Sele-cti ve breeding is very important all through all 
religion. Again. you' ll see they called it in Germany, Nazi, because the name that was there before 
Adolph llitler came along, so was the party. There is no way you can give Nazi to the German 
Socialist Workers Party. It doesn't work out. No one has ever explained where Nazi comes from, 
why it was there. But we l.'llew it had to do with race and a purity of race. 
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Jackie. (1 he kuer being read ~e-arlier continucs.l .. lt is almost unbelic,-able thm ~ou \\Ould get on the 
air :tnd deny Christ. lie is God and the second person of the blessed Trinil) . Your friend r\lan may 
knO\\ a lot but for him to assert this falsehood ... ·• 

Al;m: Well he basically told us that very few would get it, would get the point. When he came along 
(and people should understand it, should check their own Rible Dictionary) everybody spoke 
Ar;~mnie, it tells you the language that Jesus spoke in his owll day was Aramaic. ·n,c reason they 
give for it is that the Jews had lost their original llebrcw while in captivity. so they must have been 
i11 captivity for an awful long time. When they came out with this brand new aristocracy, in other 
words they had nobi lity over them who only interbred amongst U1emsclvcs, but m~1de all the laws 
for the rest of the people just li ke they did in Britain and Europe. The version that they were given 
of the Old 'J'estamcm, whic.h wasn't put together unti l 280 B.C. , was the Septuagint (and you'l l lind 
that in your Bible d ictiona l) '.) That was the standard version that in Jesus· day was used in the 
temple. which meant that Jesus must have rend Greek because that is what he read from. They did 
not have a ~ l ebrcw version of it. they had never had a complete Hebrew version prior to the Greek 
version: they only had the Books of Moses or the Scrolls of Moses (the five Books.) 

So here you have a people coming out of captivity. (they were called Hebre\\s going in, they 
were called Jews coming out) and they were mled by an elite nobility who gave them their laws 
with people underneath them who were scribes and Pharisees (a priestly sect) and they told them all 
their history and everything else they had to do. The only thing l11at they could read from, (ru1d the 
people being the peasants couldn't read, only the priests, the learned ones, could read) was in 
Greek. There was a final compilation of the Old Testament and it wasn·t done unti l aflcr Chri st, and 
once again it was done in Greek and they tel l us that it was written by priests who lived in Egypt. 
You try and figure that out, until you get to the mins of the temple ofThoth in Egypt. The temple of 
Thoth had the religions or all the peoples thM they ruled: these people were crea ting thei r histories 
f'or them. It's an amazing thing but they have dug all this stuff up. They arc still digging up more 
stuff. for example. at Tel al-Almarna in Egypt, they have got a whole city of records which shines a 
lot of light on Moses and where the original I lebrews came from. This is in A~es in Clzaos by 
Immanuel Velikovsky, who is Jewish himself and you will also find it in a fantastic book The 
.\loses .\(rsle•y by Gary Greenberg who is president of the Biblical Archaeological Society in New 
York. It fills in the blanks of this people. 

Jackie: What I would love to have the blanks filled in about where Jesus was. what he was doing 
during those years. from the time he was Bar-Mitzvabed until he began his ministry. To me it is 
insane that all of those years have been left blnnk for us. -. • 
Alan: They arc left blank for a reason because the sun rose at the 30th degree cast and it sets at the 
33rd degree and so thars why we' re give n these ages [as the time when he began and completed his 
ministry. I Prior to that, they managed to fi t in a story that he was taken to Egypt: in other words he 
learned the mysteries is what they are trying tO write in there. He certainly did learn the mysteries. 
But he also was exposing them: he broke every rule that they gave him. lie sa id even to the high 
priest~ who came to him and tried to trip him up on theology and his beliefs ... You who caU 
yourselves Jews and you are not:' because when they came out of Babylon they had on awful lot of 
people with them who were Babylonians. These were the people who were the nobility and who 
again only interbred amongst themselves and who were partners with the Romans. They didn't want 
any t.roublc, they were getting their cut ru1d the Romans were getting Uleir cut. Jesus basically was 
trying to get the burdens off of the people because they had so many rituals to go through during the 
course of the day they couldn't get on with thei r li ves. 
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Jackie: He made a statement, ''I did not come to change the Law, but to fulfill it." Jesus was ta lking 
about God's real laws, the laws of creation. and not the laws that had been handed down to these 
people that were keeping them totally under control. 

Alan: If you look ai the O ld Testament and if you arc able to take away the paranormal language, 
(it"s like a bush, you have io cut off all the branches to see what you are really looki ng <Jt) you' re 
left with a form or extremely selecti ve reproduction from the very beguming of the Old Testament 
right through it, and all the curses that were to be put on the people accord ing to ti1e high priest that 
would happen if they went other ways, if they broke ti1e tradition because it was a highly selective 
breed ing process. No one cou.ld get married wi thout going to the high priest and the high priest 
would give the female a physica l examination to sec if she was a truly a virgin. He would go 
through her genea.logy to make sure she was \\11o she was; he was making sure that she wasn't 
pregnant already by someone else because they kept strict records of all genetic lines. With the 
Aegeans, the women were told by the high priests there to prostitute themselves for two weeks out 
of the ye<Jr. l11e whole columns are le!l in the temples of Tammuz arc nothing but genealogical 
lines of these women and their offspring and who they later interbred them with. You get the picture 
of what was happening there, it was happen ing in Iraq, Sy1ia, what we ~:~sed to call Persia. The same 
thi ng was happening all over, and in Egypt too. So wha t you are left with is an international 
priesthood that uses the same gods under different names to confuse the people, Nimrod being the 
Great Con..fuser. People in one country would never identity the peop le in the next as having the 
same rel igion, and if they did, (as the Bible pu t it) go chasing after "oilier gods," the big, big taboo; 
they would be breaking the genealogical lines of this fan tastic experiment. That's what it was, you 
see. Look at The Golden Bough I The Golden Bough: A Study in Magic and Relif!:ion J by [Sir James 
George] Fra;,;er. 

Jackie: I have the book. I haven't gotten through Plato' s 71le Republic yet, /\I an. 

Alan: Hurry up because lime is run ning out; we' ve got about thirty years left. You lind [in The 
Golden Rough] that in the genealogical lines in t.he Aegean Islands th.ey also had the killing ()f the 
first- born . .Basically wha t they did was if the off5pring wasn't up to scratch, as Plato would say, 
(and he talke.d about this too, he be lieved in the Spartan way) then they wou.ld kiH off the fi rst-born. 
So they lined up a ll the women who had those inferior offspring and they would literally had 
ceremonies every year where they would throw them over tile gorge. They were gett ing rid of what 
th ey would call the imperl'ect ones. 

Jackie: That doesn ' t coincide specifically that it would be tile fi rst-born. 

Alan: I don't know what they did with U1e women aftervvards or where they went from there, but 
they made it into a sort o f ceremony. They did , by the way, if you th ink that phrenology is a new 
thu1g or it came up prior to Hitler, you have to go back, into the past because they took skull 
measurements an d everything back then. 

Jackie: To see how large the brai n would be? 

Alan: J\11 these things. They tested chi ldren to see if they responded to movement, to sounds, and 
so on. 
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Jackie: Today the gi flcd children arc put into specia l education classes to dumb them down, using 
the opcram conditioning methods of B. F. Skinner. 

Juckic: We will talk about Armand llammcr tomorrow ni!!.h t. -
Alan: In the meantime. people can try to get a hold of Armand llammer: the Untold Stor_1• by Steve 
Weinberg. It is an excellent expose. 

Jackie: Go ahead and talk about Annand Hammer. 

Alan: Annand !lam mer cmnc in the last century in a wave, an influx from Russia. Along with him 
came many others. you kno'' the Bronfmans. You know lhe Rroufmans? They came in at the same 
time and they basically created the illicit booze tmde. The Bronfmans up here to Cnnada and 
managed to bribe enough politicians to get prohibition put into the U . .S. So once that was done he 
started smuggling in booze and he made his millions our of it. He was supplying other ones who had 
come in from Russia, (they had a whole network in there) including Armand Hammer's lather, who 
had set up pharmaceutical companies and he was sell ing booze under the gu ise of being medicinal ; 
he called it Ginger Water and it W(!S aboul 90 proof. Once they had made rhcir millions orr of this 
whole trade, they simply reversed the flow. They got them to pass prohibition in Canada. it w3s 
gone in the Sl;ltes, ond they jusl reversed the flow back up here again. But they made thei r millions 
o f dollars OUI of that. 

J:tckie: So a ll of these movies wc·ve seen about U1e bootleggers, they wercn' l the ones mak ing nil of 
the money? 

Alan: Oh no. There were the big boys. there were the Russians, and they were rhe Jews, ma in ly the 
Khaza ria n Jews (a theistic Jews.) In fact. AmJand Hammer went to Columbia University, he was 
Pi Sigmu Delta, which was the Jewish Masonic Group there. 1-lc was a millionaire before he left 
university. So they had legitimate drugs, illicit drugs, real booze and illicit booze. I lis father was a 
good pal of L<:nin and l.cnin calkd him his favori te capitalist. In the 1920's, the I lam mer fami ly 
basically had contracts for importing and exporting from the U.S. to Russia and they had contracts 
with Ford and various other multinational companies. All lhroughout tl1e Soviet Era they had that 
sole right and they had all the money that came from that import/export business into Russia. Most 
of the drugs and various medications tlmt were sent to help lhe Bolsheviks were supplied by the 
Annand llamrncr Company. In that book that I mentioned, Armand Hammer: 111e Umold Sto1y. his 
fatl1er actually named him Annand because it sounds like am1 and hammer. which of course is what 
you sec in rhe Soviet flag. It was done on purpose. 

Jackie: We have :1 phone call coming in; wc·n take the call. 

Caller: IIi Jackie. Doug from Illinois. Alan has been very interesting and I really appreciate you 
having him on. 1 was just wondering if you could possibly make available some of the books where 
he has gotten a lor of rhis information. He is on a path that I have been on for quite some time, 
a lthough some of this information is new to me. a lot of it backs up what I have alrcndy learned. 
Also with Annand Hammer, it is kind o f inreresting that Armand Hammer was actml ly very good 
friends with AI Gore Sr. 

Alan: Nixon too. 
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Jackie: Thanks again for coming, Alan. You have piqued the in terest of a lot of our listeners. 

Alan: It' s a pleasure. l think it's time that short wave started to look for the answers rather than 
have people spiMing their whee ls and chitsing their tails. l think there arc too many programs 
deliberate ly doing that on various s!Jort wave stations now. Everybody has thei r favori tes, they tune 
in and get a lin lc blurb on the Masons and everybody says "ooh" and .. aah" and they've got a little 
thrill; but they don't have any answers. You have to get to the root causes o f what things really 
mean. If s not that hard real ly. 

Jackie: I ha<.l a calkr last night who asked about nasa. We have to remind our Listeners the 
connection with these words. Would you <.lo that, 1\lan? 

Alan: Well, sure. It's an odd thing but .one day I was !lipping through. the Bible dictionary to find 
out what Sanhedrin meant, because we're told it was a Jewish aristocracy that emerged after they 
came out of Babylon. The Sanhedrin were the elders, the judges, and they vvcre an elite class. They 
sat in a shape like the ec.lipse like you were would see on the sun when the moon was going over it; 
so you have a very pronounced banana shape to it if you like. That is the same shape that they have 
at the United Nations where all the high priests that are s itti ng there. When you take the word 
Sanhedrin, it's the head of Ute sun. The funny thing is that a ll the high priests look towards the 
middle where the high j udge sits, the Grand Master. The title he·s got is the Naasi, but you' ll find 
when you translate words you must go by how it sounds because you are taking from various 
Aramaic and Arabic words and they are written into Engl ish. 

This is part of the confusion because if we can understand what things mean in other 
languages, we' re halfway home because they have con h1sed us al l wi th various meanings and 
translations. The root cause of all that is supposedly NimJOd, who was The Great Confuser or 
Divider. Nasa or Naasi (Naasi is how it is pronounced in English.) Where else in the world does the 
word Naasi pop up? You find that when the Vikings moved into Norway they created a place called 
Naasi in the South of Norvvay and invaded Britain. You also find that when the same Vikings 
invaded Jreland they created a Naasi or a high priest if you like, south of Dublin. It's very funny 
because when you look at how they got into Dublin and even see the routes they took to create this 
p lace or town called Naasi, they sailed dovvn a river (I 'm looking at this old ancient map of mine 
here.) They sailed down from the Dublin Day, and they came down the ri ver they called Lucan, 
which is Lucias, which is light. Then they named the san1e river further down, the Lysses, wh.ieb is 
life and then the first turn they made they called Sal ius or soul or the sun. Furtl1er down they created 
a place they cal led the Naas or tl1e Naasi, which was their base. You fi11d the same name in Prussia 
in rwo places and one in Germany. T hen you find that the Cathol ic Church created the first royal 
dynasties to take over Europe, the Carolingian and the Merovingian, and U1c ftrst place they named 
thei r si te was again Naasi. 

Jackie: What about Nicaea? 

Alan: Nicaea is anoUter one. 11tey had the other Council later with the royalty and tbe pope i11 
France in Nice or Nisa. I tried to find the name of Nasa as in a placed called Nassau and they say 
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now that it means new beginnings . So it's almost as if you have a new beginning everywhere with 
the head of a priesthood if you were to look at it in that way. Another word is Cana or Can because 
Can is the high priest in Chaldean or Babylonian and it is Cohen or Cohn in llcbrcw. And you lind 
the same names all over Scotland. Can and Cohen both come from the word Cain as in Cuin and 
Abe l. 

Jackie: Did you connect that also with Kl1an. like Gcn!!his KJ1an? 

Alon: Yes, all of these come from rhe same root ~ourcc. Even when they found the peor lc who 
adopted Judaism in the 8th Century, the Klu17.ars, when you look at the actual language o f the area 
and the differem translations they give you all for one sentence. for example it could be Ca and then 
Can or Cain, but because irs a harsh Arabic word they change it and give it a Ci. Kagan. But really 
it's all the same word; Ca is a rrcfix to the Ca11 or Cain or Gan. That's where our word king comes 
from too. It 's all f'l·om the same source. 

Jackie: Last night you pointed out ruler. 

Alan: Ru ler was basically a cane; Inc first rulers they u~ctl for mcasurc m\:nt were nlso canes. So you 
have a person who ru led who was a high priest, who also had his measuring stick, which was called 
a cane. '!bey were also the masters of music and the muses in E!,>ypt; they could enthrall the people 
through song aud so on. All the words for music come from the some root too. Can and even into 
the Latin evenmally like Cantico, or Cann. so all these abil ities of rulership o f' the pcor lc, even 
including music and entertainment come from the sonle source. 

Jackie: And Nasa? 

1\lon: Well this is it, because now you are into Nasa. Supposing we take the word Naasi , meaning 
the high priest of the Sanhedrin (the high priest of the high priest.) Where would they be today? 
Well. the high priests were the keepers of knowledge; they were the scientists of their day, in all 
ages. Including Germany during the Second World War; the Nazi party was there before ll itlcr 
came along and it was the German Sociol ist Workers Party (which you can' t tnmslate by tak ing any 
lette rs from it creating the word Nazi.) So I have never found out who created the term Na:ri for the 
Germans, but it was there before Hitler. Then of course. they turned around and they wiped out the 
Jews and the Gypsies. 

Jackie: What about the Ashkenazi? 

Alan: '!bese were a Jewish people who claimed descelll from the final dispersion in the Holy Land, 
as oprosed to the Khazarians who adopted it in the Black Sea area and the Caucasus Motmtains. 

Jackie: So the Ashkenazi Jews are different from the Khazars? 

Alan: Probably genetically along hereditary lines, but the same religion basically. 

Jackie: But is it possible that the word Nazi came fi·om Ashkenazi? 

Alan: 1 don·t know. I really don't know. What is weird is when you look at the people in the U.K. 
who surported Hitler, and in America, many of them were so-called pillars of the community and 
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the Jewish communities. So what we lind is elite who hide amongst the people, claiming to be part 
of the people bm in reality they are an e lite who mix with the elite of every other nation (they're a 
nobility.) 

Jackie: What we've discovered is that the high priests in nil ages have used religion. and so cal led 
rel igious law, to keep the people under control, to rule them, to keep them ignorant. 

Alan: Absolutely. Literally when you look at the ancient history you have to come to the conclusion 
that the priesthoods in every country were literally an international priC$thood and their function 
was to keep the pcnplcs apart. Every ancient people had severe laws about mixing with other 
peoples round about them. They were the worse laws and punishment if you were to fo llow other 
gods. You lind out that they all had the same procrea ti ve exercises at certain times o f the year, 
under the supervision of the priests. If your tribe. for instance, was to mix with the next tribe's 
ceremony on the same day, (right across the Middle East they had the same ceremonies on the same 
days) then it would mix up the genetic line and they could lose track. TI1ey kept terrific records of 
genealogy for C\'erybody. 

Jackie: Now nasa. you mentioned something abnut Cape Canaveral? 

Alan: Take the word eana, and in Chaldcan can is priest and cana is the priesthood. If you take the 
word vcro, as in canavero, it comes from the same Latin root as veritas, wh ich me..ms truth, but vcro 
means the truth or the true, so you have the true priesthood and th<lt'S what really go t me. 

Jackie: Last night you mentioned about a book from the CFR. Tell our listeners some of what you 
were telling me that is in that book from 1937. 

Alan: It was the intcmationol conference of the Roylll Institute for Internationa l Affairs. which is 
the parent body of the CFR fCouncil on Foreign Rekttions J and member~ of the CFR, which arc the 
non- British members. 

Jackie: l3y the way. John Coleman is alleg.edly a fom1cr person from the Rl!A 1 Royal Institute for 
lntcrnational Affairs.) What do you know about John Coleman'? 

Alan: Only what he ~aid abom himself. 

Jackie: I heard him on an audiotape. and he said that they sent him out of England "~th only the 
clothes on his back and he came here to America, now he's exposing a whole lot of stuff. I fi nd that 
very hard to believe. lsn' tthe RliA s imii:J r l.o the CIA'? 

Alan: It' s bigger. It's a chartered thing which means that it has a royal privilege to exist: it hns a 
charter from the royalty. It' s the elite of the elite of what in Britain is called the establishment and 
everyone in Britain knows the establishment exists regardless of which Parliament is in power. 

Jackie : We've got a ca ll . 

Caller: I'm John down here in Tampa. Thank him for taking all the wonderful time and doing the 
research t.hat you provide your audience. 1 would like for him to cover the actual dimensions and 
inner dimensions and para llels of the high priests that he has been talking about for the last week or 
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so and how tbat ties in with the occult technology (I'm not saying the pyramid is occult technology 
but its on the level of a pyramid,) and what other things besides the pyramids in occult technology 
l1ave these different nobi lity fami lies had in their possession over the years that has allowed them to 
brainwash tbe masses so easi ly where people are so dumbed down, not j ust by school but by 
everything in our society. Second question is how does he sec the new money system coming about 
on the world government stage because of the power and inOuence that these famil ies l1ave'l 

. \Jan: I wi ll take the last one first because that's the easier of U1e two. The money has been a 
complete coJl job since before I was born really. So the amalgamation of the money system is going 
to make little d ifference, except we will be a lot poorer because they' ll devalue what the supposed 
value of it is right now, which is rubber. In Bri tain for instance, they' ll have the Euro instead of the 
pmmd by the year 2001. 'D1ey will have this Euro aU over Europe, and yet people forget al ready t.hat 
a pound literally is one pound of copper or two hundred forty pence or twenty shillings of silver; 
that is already out the window and it was out the window befo re this century began, before the First 
World War. l have a book fwm the Bank o f London, The Whispering Gallery that was written by 
Lord Grey, one of Ceci l Rhodes's guys. Tic was present at ao emergency meeting in 1913 before the 
First War, it to sec if they could cover the expenses of the war. He said, "How much gold do we 
have in the Bank of England'1' . Lord Rothsch ild said, ·'Well we don ' t have any, we never had." It 
W'dS always paper money that they have been giving to people for about a hundred and fitly years. 

Jackie: So they had all the gold? 

Alan: I t's away somewhere, but the pretense that they had the gold in the bank in the first place is 
nothing more than that. 

Jackie: I have the charter of the International Monetary Fund and according to their charter 
whenever the IMF loans money to any country. the share that the Uni ted States pays is about 
twenty-five percent, and of that they demanded a certain percentage of our payment in gold, in 
return for their nothing. 

Alan: Oh yeah, they do ask for gold in return, for sure. Where it goes we don't know. But it's 
probably in some mine shaft well unde(ground. 

Jackie: What good is it doing them ififs all tucked away? 

Alan: Because they wi ll always keep a gold value along side paper. They simply won ' t disburse it 
amongst the::. people but they wi ll have it or they might use it in another way. Or they might use it in 
an age to come. When the Rothsch ilds lived in Germany, we' re given a sad story o f a father and 
fi ve poor sons just selling rags. But a l lbe same time this poor rag merchant pulls out a gold coin 
and shows it to the King of Pf\lssia and the gold coin is a thousand years old and ir s in mint 
condition. They let you know later on io the book, they just sl ip it in, that they bad a bank 
w1derncath their cellar; it took six chariots to take the gold away. So these people have been 
collecting gold for thousands of years, and they're not Jews and they 're not Christians. they're 
everybody at the top (it' s the nobility.) They usc certain people and hide amongst them and the rest 
of the people always take the fallout. In fact, I think the people who came out from the Middle East 
and were called Ashkenazi Jews, were a created culture. I think they were simply shell-shocked 
people who were released into the area and given an identity by an educated elite called the 
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Sanhedrin. They wc.rc a scapegoat and that is why that was written imo the Bible after the I 
dispersion and not before. The Old Testament in its entirety did not exist until long alter Jesus. 

Jackie: Did you get the first part of John's question'? I wrote down dimensions. inner dimensions. 
and nobi lity. One of the things that amaze me is the discovery of the Dead Seo Scrol ls and then they 
got their hands on them and that was the end of i.t. 

Alan: Of course Vatican is in on it with them and in fact the Vatican was the only other people to be 
gi,·en a display at one point and nobody else has been allowed to have them. 

Jackie: I had read th~ t seven people in the enti re world were able to view and study the Dead Sea 
Scrol ls. 

Alan: I will tell you what professors today say about the Hebrew language. The Hebrew language 
was t:lkcn from existing languages in the Middle East; those languages being Canaanite. ·n1eonician 
and also they took it from another place in Babylonian where a Semitic people lived and they 
s irnply called it Acadi<l11 and they also took it from the orig inal Chaldean. So it litera lly was a 
created language from existing languages and they've found the 'root languages in various 
archeological fmds (so it's definitely been created.) You must remember that when the people came 
out of Babylon after a captivity of only ftfiy years. wc·rc told they lost their religion, their language. 
~nd everything and they spoke Aramaic. They were supposed to have gone into captivity by 
Nebuchadnezzar in Babylon and then they emerged fi fry years later, not as Hebrews b11t as the 
people C(tllcd Jews. Instead of speaking the Hebrew tongue. only fifty yean. later they are all 
speaking Aramaic right into the day of Jesus· time: and that's in every Bible that they spoke 
Aramaic. l11ey didn · t speak llebrcw. 

Jackie: So who taught them? 

Alan: The llebrew was taught to them and created later. long after the dispersion. Maimonides, who 
also was in the touch with the Kbazars. was one of the most educated men of his period in the 8th 
century A.D .. he was the one who put the Hebrew language together. It's a hybrid taken out of 
about four existing languages. The first written laws of Moses that they had right up into the days of 
Jesus WtL~ in Gt·eck. if you read your 13iblc dictionaries and so on you·ll find that it wa~ in Greek: 
that was the language of the e lite of thnt day. The only elite who wrote in all langungcs. especially 
Greek. didn't live in Greece at that time. they lived in the temples of Egypt. Egypt seemed to be a 
center for creating religion: they've found many of the stories in Egypt. which were later put into 
tl1e Old Testament. "l11ey've also found many of the same stories from Canaanites, a pre-existing 
people. and they fow1d them on the island of Cyprus. 

Jackie: You have mentioned once that hundreds of books have been left out of the Bible? How do 
you know this'' 

Alan: Yes. This is the most important part. ·n1ere is a book, 111e Moses /11/y.l·feJy by Gary 
Greenberg and that's published in I 996, by Carol Publishing Group. The ISBN number is 1-55972-
371-8. 

Jackie: So this book was written in 1996. but how do you know it's tme? 
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Alan: Because all the older books r· ve actually read. Gary Greenberg is also the president ol' the 
Archeological Society of Biblical Srudics in New York City. What l found out when l read a book 
that was actually much older, which was A~es in Chaos by Immanuel Vclikovsky, was that much of 
the same materi<J I but in more detail is in Velikovsky·s book and that was written inl l952.J 

Jackie: We talked a couple of wec:ks ago and you had just gotten your hands on a very old book and 
you quoted Ben Franklin. who said, ··1 hose of us who created Protestantism will destroy 
Calholicism and then we wi ll destroy Protestantism and Christianity will be dead." 

.-\lan: Anybody can get thei r hands on that: it was from the diaries of Bcr~amin Frankl in. 

Jackie: What was the book you were talking about? 

Alan: It was wri tten by a group in England c::tlled the Manchester Group and !hey were members o f 
!he liberal society in Britain . They included in their membership the Darwin family. they included 
all the socialists of the day. they had Karl Marx; all these people were members of it. Their whole 
function was to create the population solely to exist for work or manufacrurc and they would keep 
the population ju~l to a cert:tin level and no more. r·vc got n great book, and everyone should get 
!his one, it·s called In the Minds of Men: D(Jiwin and the New World Order by lan Taylor and that 
book was published in Toronto, actuaUy. The ISBN number is 9691788-0-8 and it was published in 
1984. That goes through !he whole history of the Socialist movement, it tells you about Ben 
Franklin belonging to the Bri lish Lunar Society they ca lled it, where the top induslria lists all met in 
secrecy and planned the next century and it gives you all the names of the people involved. But that 
exposes too the whole nonsense about evolution, intelligence quotients and so on. It also goes 
completely lhrough what you need to know about Mallhus. lie was a front man really because when 
you look at Charles Darwin, his grandfather and great grandfather, Erasmus, already were 
practicing inbreeding witll one another fami ly right down to Darwin's day; and he inbred with thi s 
one fami ly. !he Wcdgcwood family. So they were pract icing \\·hat they preached. if you like. 'lney 
belie\'cd in !he passing on of intellect and en,·ironment:ll factors never occurred 10 them. 

Jackie: I read a biography of Oarwin and in it he was depicted as a very sickly man. lle was plagued 
with illness throughout hi s li fetime. You had said that eight of the ten cllildren they had wound up 
in mental instillltions. 

Alan: Eight of them d ied within the first couple of years; they were all malformed. 

Jackie: From the inbreeding? 

Alan: Yes, but even then when his wife died after tl1c tenth one, he then married his mother"s sister, 
which was the Wcclgewood f•nnily again. I !ere's a quote from Mallhus for anybody who wants to 
know what he was proposing and what cvcn as late as Winston Churchill and the civil society were 
all preaching all over Europe. Malthus concluded his recommendation for po.silive checks amongst 
the poor. And he said, ··we nrc bound in justice and honor formally to disclaim the right of the poor 
to support. To this end, l should propose a regulation to be made, declaring thor no ch ild born 
should ever be entitled parish assistance." (lrr oU1er words, welfirre.) "The illegitimate infant is, 
comparatively speaking. of little value to society, as others will immediately supply its place." In 
other words they will always make up the numbers. ·'All children beyond what would be required to 
keep up the population to U1is desired leve l must necessarily perish, unless room is made for them 
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by the deaths o r grown persons." That was Mallhus, 1878. You 'd be surprised that all the British 
nobil ity, the European nobility. the Rothschi lds and so on, they were all members of this el ite 
societv ' . 

Jack ie: How old is this book'? 

Alon: Tbis is In the Minds C!(Men: Durwin and the New World Order, which J think was published 
in 1986. 

Jack ie: No. I mean the one about the Manchester Group. 

Alan: That is actually men tioned in In !he Mintlv of i\dm: Dmwin and the New World Order, bllt 
ym1'll also lind it in a book called The Legacy of }via/thus. and quite a few others. J' ve got the 
original one ar<.lUJld here somewhere. 

Jackie: What about the CFR book from 1937? 

Alan: They had their meeting that year in Sydney. Australia. 1t lists all ·the members presem in the 
back or the book and it has the president of Canada, and members from the U.S.A., Austra lia. New 
Zealand, India, all of the various countries. One of the speeches rnade in the book. at the beginning 
of the session, was from a professor in Canada, who said if there is an upcoming war invo lving 
Germany in Europe. we propose to support the Bolsheviks, Russia, and Russia must be saved at all 
costs. Now many people in Britain ot the time thought the best th ing to do was to let Gennany and 
Russia go at it togetl1er because they were both tota lita rian. But when you lind out that Russia was 
created by the big businesses in Britain and in the U.S .. which you can re;1d abou t in Wall StreN 
and 1he Bolshe1'ik Revolution. It's a thorough expose of all the corporations involve-d in the setting 
up of Russia. But the same companies also set up Gennany Cor the Second World War. 

Winston Churchill was accused many times (and this is exposed by his pcrsoMI assistant in 
his memoirs called The Fringes of Power) because he belonged to the Milner Group, which was the 
descendents of the Cecil Rhodes Society. The Milner Group took it over and Churchi ll was one of 
their boys. Churchi ll was accused of helping to finance, via the banking communi ty in Switzerl.aod 
and in Brita in and Sweden (the neutral countries) Hitler for the war. ll1at was a big accusation and 
co1nmonly known prior to the Second World War, because Hitler came to power in 1933 and 
Germany bad been bankrupt since the first World War. Yet within a few years, they could take on 
the world. That money was all transmitted through Switzerland, and New York and London banks 
were trading with U1em all through the war. 

Jackie: It' s a rich man's war and a poor man's battle, and it's always been that way. 

Alan: l r's always been the same way. 1 was watching the news tonight, and CaJJJda has got its 
troops off in Bosnia and all over the place. too, and the troops here are taking collections of food 
and money to send to the troops because the troops are so poorly paid and so poorly fed over in 
Bosnia. The basic salary was sixteen thousand a year. The collections have been taken up here to 
send food over there because they are so short in supply. Nobody ever asks the question, how come 
in Bosnia the people can fight for all these years, and yet they are growing nothing at home, who is 
feeding these people who are doing the tighting? Who is supplying them ammunition and the guns 
on all sides? T mean they are completely non-supportive as far as feed ing themselves goes. They 
are earning nothing, all they are doing is expending stuff: yet they are never short of food, they are 
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never short of bullets, they arc never short of bombs, whether it's the Muslims, the Bosnian or the 
Serb side; they' ve all got what they need to keep it going, and nobody asks how come. 

Jackie: When we were 1alking last night about !!ell and you brought up the Jesuits and Dante's TI11t 

Dil>ine Comedy. 

Alan: 13asically up until the Middle Ages. ahout 1000 A.D. the whole idea of a hell was fore ign to 
most of Europe. 

Jackie: Most of Europe or most of the world? 

Alan: Well most of \J1c world where they cont roUcd it. h wasn't until Dante wrote a play in o book 
fo rm and it was en lied Tile Di1•ine Comedy. and sometimes it's re ferred to as Dante's /nftnw. 

Jackie: The word hell appears in the Bible many, many, many times. So what arc you saying? 

A Inn: Well. the thing is hell was literally from U1e word Gchcnna in 1\i'amaie and Gehcnna was an 
area just out:;ide of Israel, it was the rubbish dump of the 10wn. Prior to being the rubbish dump it 
had been part of \J1e old Nimrod ceremonies where they put their children through the li re. 

Jackie: That's right. it was a constantly burning fire where people burned d1eir trash and then they 
wou ld throw bodies in there if they were travelers, and then the Church began to threaten people 
that they were supposed tO will al l their property to \J1e church when they were about to die and 
have the last rites. 

Alan: That's what tbe Egyptians did as weiJ. 

Jackie: This came from the Cathol ic Church where they were scaring people by saying that if you 
don't do this you will bum forever in hell and hell was actua lly the rubbish dump! 

Alan: Of course it was. But even then in ancient Israel people followed their gods and they'd also 
usc that s3me area for pu tting the ir children through the fi ,·c as they called it. II ell as we know it, the 
word comes from the word bela comes from a Norwegian or German source and it literaJiy meant 
going into the ground. hcla was the ground. 

Jackie: What do we say to help people understand that parts of the Bible are missing? 

Alan: We are conditioned since childhood to believe. ·n,e Bible is a book and Bible comes from 
byblos, which means book. Because it has holy printed on it, doesn' t mean it is ho ly. There is 
nothing magical about it; there is no magic around that piece of paper. 

Jackie: What about Jehovah's Witnesses? 

Alon: I think its time we to ld \J1cm what Jchovnh means, Jehovah s imply means Jove, which is 
Jupiter, and every person who stlldics Greek and Latin knows that. 

Jackie: Tell them where they can find this and research it for their se lf. 
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Alan: There is a book l Oriemmions. 19371 by Lord Cur.~:on [Sir Ronald Storrs! who was the British 
overseer lor Pal c~tine when they found the so-called Yaweh stone. He was the con~u l ate for Great 
Britain from the end of the First \Vorld War until 1939. lie was responsible for the resettling of 
people into Palestine or what eventually became Israel. He was there when the stone was eventually 
found, and all it has in tTanslatable words were the letters YllV with vowel points in between. So 
we end up having this gre:u Yaweh. but you sec they didn·t have any J in the Middle E;:~st. so they 
never pronounced anything Jehovah. they Yehovah (with a Y.) That"s the same thing you have. you 
have Yawch. Ychovah. Jove, which if you look up Jove in any dictionary it means Jupiter. and 
Jupiter was worshipped all over the Middle East including Rome. In fact. the I louse of Congress on 
Capital Hill is taken from Rome: that was the House of Lord Jupiter. E,·en the word Jesus wasn "t 
pronounced Jesus. because they didn't have a J in the language in the Aramaic. If an Ar.tmaic was 
using the Greek word. they would say Yesus and today in Germany and Oenmark they still S<ly 
Yesus. The J was only put in the English version. 

Jackie: But some people say it is Yeshua. 

Alan: l3asica lly it was Joshua or Yeshua. Joshua is the Greek translation of Yeshua. The English got 
its version rrom Greek and the first New Testament just like the lirst (~ld Testamen t wos written in 
Greek. 

Jackie: Was it the Romans who called him Jesus? 

A lan: I don 't know if they would or n()l in fact , they would probably usc the same pronunciation as 
the locals. God said. " I nm that I am." And that's good enough. 
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Jackie: When we left off we were talking about the name of God in the Bible, Y;~hweh. 

Alan: Well , in Aramaic they don't pronounce any J, they pronounced it as a Y. Anything which is 
wrillcn as a W is pronounced wi th a V. It"s similar to Russian. In Russian, you have Kowski which 
would be spelled with a W hut pronounced with a V. It's the same in the Middle East, where for 
instance. we have Jerusalem bcc:mse we have it !Tom the GTeek text and that" s stuck with us into 
English, but in Jerusalem. it's pronounced Ycrusalcm. with a Y. So you sort of have to reverse the 
letters to get the pronunciation. If you have Yahweh, you end up wi th the J, J<Jhvch. Johvah. 
because there's no A there e ither. there's only a vowel point. Somebody at one poin t simply sa id A 
and that's \\hat stuck. You could change it to an E if you wanL it makes no difference, but the J. 0, 
V. E. or with an II in front of it Jovhe is the same thing as Jove. That's another name for Jupiter. 

Jackie: Jupiter. W:1s he a Romon god? What do you make of that? 

Alan: Well, even though the Romans did occupy that whole area when they had the empire because 
that area of t.he Middle East was always mlcd by one empire after another. The very first one. really. 
was the Egyptian empire and then you had the Greek cmpirc and then you had the Roman 12mpire 
after it. What you find is the ~a me elite who run each empire, s imply moving to the next one as they 
create it. An empire isn't really created by pure Ioree: it takes money. It takes power and money. 
Just like we're ~ecing China built up for the next century; the elite eventually will move to it the 
next century. You know, Nostradamus said (it's not from the Bible) live hundred years ago, 
(because he knew the plan) thutthe yellow men would eventually rule the earth. Nostradamus was 
one of the high priests of his time and he taught the Scottish Rite of Freemasons their craft lie 
taught the Sinclairs and the Montgomerys, who then brought it back into Britain with them. 

Jackie: So he wo~n ' t really a seer, but he ((11ew what the plan was. 

Alan: He knew what the plan was because two weeks prior to his book, 71te Cmturies being 
released. nobody had heard of him. Then when it was released, you know. very few people could 
read except for the el ite. So. it was meant for the elite, the nobility. But he predicted that the king 
would he pierced by a lance through the eye in a joust. What happened was that he said thot he 
would be killed by the young lion that would pierce him in the eye. That's typical Kabalistic 
phraseology. What happened was Montgomery \v-as from Scotland. and they were in charge of the 
king's guards in France where they actua lly raised the Scottish regiment called the Scottish Guards. 
Montgomery 's title was the young lion; the lion of Scotland. [Nostradamus] t:IUght Montgomery 
freemasonry so it was a plan that way. 'l11cse guys could literally hit a plum with a lance. They 
practiced every day with these things. 

Jackie: In otl1er words, he predicted it, and theo they planned for his prediction to come about. 

Alan: Yes, they would plan it first and then write it into the predictioo and then release the book. 
Two months later, they had Montgomery challenge the king to a friendly joust and he killed him. 
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Then Nostradamus was immediately elevated into the chief advisor of the queen, for that part of 
France, you sec, and that's how it was done. 

Jackie: What about Rasputin in Tsarist Russia') 

Alan: It's very s imilar, isn't it? Once again, he wielded tremendous power ri gh t at a crucial phase in 
history when the Bolshevik revolution was going on. He helped disrupt the whole chain of 
command from the king right dov,n to the ... 

Jackie: Now, they called him a monk, right? For our listeners who may not know the history, Tsar 
Nicholas and Alexandra's son Nicholas was a hemophi liac ru1d Rasput in was able to come in and 
talk to the boy and after a while, just in his presence the boy would stop bleeding. So, he ga ined 
tremendous control over Alexandra. He had her ear and then he would tell Alexandra what Nicholas 
should be doing wi th the troops and \vi th all the govcmmcntal processes and that was the way that it 
all fell down. Is that correct? 

A Ian: Yes, basically. He was a lso a master chemist, so he was taught the ~ciences. He was well 
versed in the sciences, she certainly kJ1ew the healing arts as wel l. 

Jackie: But I think he had a hypnotic effect over the boy and we know that the mind is truly the 
builder as well as the mind is the destroyer. When the boy believed in him all he had to do was walk 
in the room and the boy would quit bleeding. In the Old Testament, it says, '·If the people shall call 
on me by my name that I will heal their land, 1 will hear them and heal thei r land'. and I know that 
many people bel ieve that we must call our father-creator Yahweh because it's in the Old Testament. 
Now, are you saying that. from yom research that this was wrillen in there'! 

Alan: Yes, and I'll tell you why. In all of the countries of the Middle East in the ru1cienttimes, (and 
it still persists today in some parts of lhe world) people believed that if you had the name of lhe 
deity then you had power over the deity. The first thing Moses asked the voice at tbe burning bush 
was, "What is your name?" God said, " I AM T HAT I AM" because. i.1.1 other words. "You know 
you're not pulling that one on me!'' says God. That's what that really means. 

They've found and dug up temples to Apo llo, to Jupiter, in [srael. If tourists get off the 
beaten track and don't go along with the guides they ' ll come across these temples. I'm amazed at 
how many Christians can go through Israel and only go on the g\1idcd tour and so they come away 
seeing what they expected to see. But outside of these guided. approved tours there are many pagan 
temples they don't want you to sec, (in fact it's hard to get access because the military keeps you 
out.) They're told to follow alongside all tourists and anybody who goes missing or starts 
wandering off is immediately herded back in. I heard a fellow explaining it once: he was an Israel i 
soldier, and his explanation was that some Christians get mesmerized by bei11g there and simply 
wander off. That's hvw be put it. But in rea lity there are mru1y different temples from preceding 
empires or Greece and Rome and they've also dug up lots of artifacts from Egypt a~ well. 

Jackie: We were having a conversation with our engineer and he asked if you would have a little 
more discussion on the Hebrew language. Would you state what his comment or questlon was and 
then address it? 

Alan: Yes. Basically. I lhink what he was trying to say was that be does believe that the Hebrew 
language was there fi rst. Everybody who has studied archeology and tinguistics, etymology and all 
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the rest of it has gone through Lhe languages from the very hcginning in Sumcr. They can trace how 
language develops and as it spreads along and even to which path it spreads by the chang ing of the 
language. It's s imilar to Engl ish ~poken in the U.S./\. going back to Eng!Jnd and the different 
accents. dialects. and so on. Then into Scotland thcre"s e\"Cn more differem accents and dialects. 

You can trace how a language develops. They can trace it from Sumer right through 
Mesopotamia into Pcrsiu and all of 1\byssinin , righ t through to Egypt. Many of the words there arc 
the same. The ancient Phoenicians were known to have ex isted before there was a Hebrew nation 
and the llcbrcw nation is supposed to have come into existence around the year 1200 to 1000 B.C. 
The Phoenicians existed long before lhal and the Minoans and Crete and Greece. They know Lhat 
there were different peoples there and the longuages they spoke. You con go to the temples at. 

Cronos in Crete, for in~t:mce, and they have dated artifncts that go back thirty-Jive hundred years. 
They know which languages carne first and which ones eventually developed out oflhose collective 
languages and llebrew is basically a hybrid or the l:mcr product of Phoenician, Egyptian, and a 
couple o r other ones of I hat partic ular area , anti Chaldcan of course. which is Babylonian. Abraham 
himself came out of Ur of Chaldca . 

Jackie: You mentioned a book, The Two Babylons. and you also mcn~ioned 111e ThiriCI!IIIh Tribe. 
So that those of you wl10 w:mt to do your research can do it. 

Alan: Yes. 'l11e Two Babylons by Alexander Hislop: my copy w;~s first published in 1916. I would 
like to sec if the later ed itions ore the same, because that was an expert book, on all the languages of 
the :,1rca. Mony o r the languages, or the words, he will tell you what they mean in Chaldean. 
Babylonian. llcbrew. Phoenician. right through to Britain. So. it"s a worthwhile book to get. Arthur 
Koestler '-"TOIC The 'l11i1·teenth Tribl'. that" s K-0-E-S-T-L-~-R. TI1at · s wriltcn by a fellow who's got 
no bones to grind because hc·s a historian and he's Jewish himself so he goes through the origins of 
the Khazars, which interestingly the initi ation ceremony for a new Kagan, which was their king, 
was to have a silken cord placed around his neck in a noose. The priests below him would make 
him swear that he would not overstay his rulership by fony ye3rs. One of the old initiations of 
Freemasonry tha t the Knights Templar used was the same. After they met whot they called the Wise 
Man of the Mountain, (which I th ink again is the K.ha:t.ars) Lhcy hod to hold a silken cord around 
their neck and swear allegiance. That developed into the necktie. which was only worn by nobility 
at that time. and we all wear them today and we don·t know what it means. That's why they put the 
~not in front of the Adam !tnd irs cal led the /\dam's apple, you see. Isn ' t that sometl1ing'! 

Jackie: Oh, it"s crazy. Their symbology! 

Alan: Oh yes. because tha t's what controls you. That was in front of you r throm as a sign that you "d 
taken the oath and of course if you hroke that oath you would be killed. So the symbol was right in 
front, undemeath your rnoulh. basically under your chin; tl1e Adam·s apple. Adam is very important 
in their whole story. 

Jack ie: Wh;H I've gotten out or :.II or th is is that the mysteries arc nothing but truth Lhat has been 
hidden from the people, from all of us. 

Alan: What they've done actual ly i~ they"ve given us a lot of truth, but unless you understand the 
mclhod of reading it, and that's Talmudic. in other words. il's emblematic because wc"re given the 
external, even in the Bible, we·re given Lhe external Lhings to sec. Preachers have lectured on Lhe 
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external for hundreds and hundreds of years, but there literally is a meaning once you understand 
the language of it. behind tbe marriage feast and a li the rest of it. 

Jackie: Wel l, when w.: were on the program you mentioned something. It was when Mittenand died 
and you said that there was a rose; a s ingle red rose on his coffin. They had a newspaper artic le that 
said that that a single red rose was the symbol orlntemational Socialism. 

Alan: \¥l1ich he 'd worked all of his life to achieve. 

Jackie: Remember when they had the bombing over there in the Middle East at the embassy? Well, 
there was a woman missing and they were all looking for her but they didn't know what her name 
was, so they were calling her Rose and they didn ' t know why tlJey were calling her Rose. Then the 
next day (we 'vc got the newspaper article about th is) on the news we heard that they found the 
missing woman and her name turned out to be Rose. As far as I was concerned that was their 
mes~age to each otller of what they bad done. 

Alan: Oh yes, cxaclly. In fact, there's a book called 111e Other Side of /Jeceplion by an ex-Mossad 
agent from Canada whose name is [Victorl Ovstrosky. He' s in hid ing here right now, but he put tlJe 
book out since he was recruited in Canada, because the Mossad recruits from communities all over 
the world. He sa id that the Israelis knew well in advance that th is attack was going to come but had 
failed to warn tbe embassy until the very last minute. 

Jackie: Remember when TWA 800 went down? There was a whole group of children from a school 
here in Pennsylvania that was oo that plane and they had a memorial service for them. Listen to the 
atToganee (I don't even know what to call it) of what they dicl Each of the family members at this 
memorial service was given a s ingle red rose. Do you remember that? Then CNN did a special (I've 
got this on tape also; 1 forget what it was called but it was about the downing of the TWA 800) and 
at the very end of the program, they showed a woman standing in tbc water, about up to her shins 
with a little boy, holding tl1c l.ittk boy 's hand and she had a red rose in her hand. The camera 
panned ocross the flaming plane as it was going down and then showed a c lose up of the red rose. 
At the end of the program that single red rose covered the whole screen. 

Alan: It's completely blatant if you understand it. There's no shame in them. No shame at all. ln 
tact, you' re being mocked all the time. 

Jackie: Mocked. That's exactly what they were doing. They were mocking the families of these 
children who were ki lled and then CNN did their big special. You notice, if you watch CNN, or i I' 
you watch C-SPAN when they're having some type of a big shin-dig, with lots of the world leaders, 
son1ciimes y(>u' ll notice Climon (or one of the other world leaders will) be standing there w.ith a red 
rose in his hand. "We wrestle not agai11st flesb and blood but against principalities, against powers 
agaillSt tl1e rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places." 

Demetrius: I was listening to Alan speak on different historical aspects, secret societies and all that. 
l enjoy hearing this and also the way be says it, and you mentioned that some people called in, and 
they were distlU'bed and they thought that what you were speaking about was heretical. 
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Jackie: No. because r vc made the statement on the air that I am a heret ic according to the definition 
in the dictionary that a heretic is one who questions, especially church dogma. or religious dogma. It 
is because 1 question and I do be lieve we're supposed to question. 

Demetrius: DiJ you say that the llcbrcw language came about duri ng the 6th century A.D. or was it 
B.C.? 

Alan: We' re into the A.D. Maimonidcs has been given credit for final izing the language. 

Demetrius: A.D. Well , I'm looking in my Bible dictionary and according to thi$, the 1 lcbrew 
language was all the way back in the original Genesis time period and that the Aramaic language 
that the Jews were using in the 6th century B.C. when 1)1ey .. . l forgot the pa rticular empire. I haven't 
got the book right with me now. I try to leam all 1 can because we are dealing with. just like he you, 
-Rulers of the darkness of this world," and they· rc trying to keep us from finding nut the deeper 
N!Crcts, al l thos~: things they tJ)' to keep hidden from us. ~o they can retain pnwcr and comm l. 

.-\1311: Y cs. read The A~e of Faith by I Will i Durant, and the section on Maimonidcs. and read his 
references (and there's a pi le of them there.) they all say the same thing. 'that Maimonides was gi,·cn 
~redi1 (and at the same time actually that they met the KJ1a~,ars in the 8th century,) for fi nal izing and 
<:ompleting tbe Hebrew language: he was the one who put in the J' s and put in the vowels where 
none were there before. 

c~clyn: Ynur series of programs is just tremendous with Alan. Does he have a lxx>k'! 

.\Ian: No. but I will try and get something out. !Alan now hus three books out and is currently 
editing many more.] 

Jackie: What do you mean you ' lltry to get something out'? 

.-\lan: Wel l. what I'm tell ing you is only the scratching of the surface because I can go right from 
~ beginning and give you another version which is in from of your face when you read the Bible 
and that's why the Masons can say to you that they use the Bible. 

belyn: I wondered if you two would be able tO take the fina l step and agree that Christianity was 
im en ted by Constantine and his cohorts and it became the Catholic Church and all of the Protestant 
churches arc based upon that doctrine, they only differ as to the pope and so on. Constantine 
amalgamated Greek philosophy with the Jcwisb scriptures and came up with a new religion and 
they called it Christianity and I think that Christians are not able to take the final step. 

Jackie: Okay, well we did qui te a bit on this in November. I actually read and quoted from Myswy 
&hylon Religion [by Ralph Woodrow! and I also have a book here, The Fil·st Council uf Nicaea, 
\\hic.h we have talked about ami it appears that whot you just said is exactly what has happened. 

bdyo: I'll make a final sta tement. You don ' t seem able to make the final step that what 
Christianity actually is. is a completely contrived religion. It was based on many of the basic words 
m the mysteries. of course. Jesus even said that to his d isciples, " I've much to te ll you but you 
cannot bear it now.'' There are rnany s imi lariti es to the mysteries and astrology and the Old 
Testament and the crystals, and so on, It is all there if you can look for it and find it. Jesus never

said he was God. He said he was the son of Ood and may you also be the sons of God. These things 
shall ye do in greater measure. In John I 0:24 he said, "Now scriptures have told you. you are gods. 
If it were not true I would not have told you so." lie tried to tell us that we also could become sons 
of God and the Christians will not accept this. They won 't take the final step. 

Alan: Yes. There's no doubt that it was taken l'rom (what rt'sul!ed and what we've been given) the 
same story as l~is or Osi ris. Osiris dies. is reborn ;1s Horus nnd meets his father in heaven. Tbe same 
story is Dionysus who was gored in the s ide hy a bo:u- and he's tended by his moth~:r Mer who is 
also his wife and he raises himself again , too. They pu t in the same dy ing and resurrection as is 
found in every single one of the ancient mysu:ries. We lind it with Samrn, irl the name of Pluto 
being cast down in names, lighting his way back up to overcome the sun. In the Persian h.:: is called 
Shetan, which is Satan. Yes, they've dclinitcly used tools on all the old mysteries and gave it a new 
skin, like new wine. 

Jackie: You're not saying that you don't believe that Jesus was actually resurrected. arc you'? 

Alan: I could say that to me. I believe that he was resurrected as :u-e we all. in spirit. Our eternal 
spirit \\ill always live on. When Paul was speaking to the Athenians and he was stoned. the reason 
they stoned him wasn't because he was introducing a new idea to them. They understood the old 
mysteries. and here was another one. but he used aJJ expression straight out of the Aramaic. 
meaning the dead stand up and they thought that was gruesome and they began to ~tone him. I 
believe .Jesus told us, and it was true enough. that we arc lhe sons and the daughters of God. He was 
tel ling us tha t we don't need a priesthood to convince you that you live in sin and you need to obey. 
obey. obey and keep giving yOLtr money up to the priesthood. The priesthood was at tJ1at time, both 
government <md the re ligious beliefs of the people. They controlled all the system right up tJuough 
the British Empire, ri ght to this century where the nobility were also the Anglican Church. One half 
of the family was in charge of tl1e military and then go into politics and government and the other 
half. their brothers who didn't want to join the army. became the high priests of the Anglican 
church. right into this century. The priesthoods have used the same story in different guises and 
when someone comes along who speaks the truth. they will kill him eventually, but then adjust the 
story to fit tJ1e old story. So it li ves on. It's reborn in a new skin, a new coat. 

Jackie: Wel l, yes, that Christianity wa~ invented: I don 't necessari ly believe that Jesus intended a 
whole re ligion, so to speak, like the Catholic Church and then all of the churches that were ao off~ 
spi11. Out! believe, if he didn' t, I bel ieve he had the abi lity to come back because h.: was ... 

Alan: lie was telling us that we h~rvc powers as ind ividuals. 

Jackie: He was showing us the powers. 

Alan: Yes, beyond, beyond the understanding and you're kept from t111derstanding it by the powers 
that keep you living in darkness. 

Jackie: In other words, people believe that because of Constantine and because or the argument that 
ensued when they had the first Counci I of N icaea, and becatL~e Constantine wasn · t going to abide 
Arius and his teachings that Jesus taught us that we arc the sons of God, the children of God. Arius 
was excommunicated and all of his papers were burned. It goes further than that because there were 
so many people who did know that what Arius was saying was true, that was what Jesus had taught 
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us that Constantine was forced to call him back and say. ··Okay. we will reinstate him." YeL the day 
b.: fore he was to be reinstated he suddenly became ill and died. 

Alan: 'I hey always have accidents. 

Jack ie: Yeah, like he was poisoned. So, therefore, what they determined at the first Counci l of 
Nicaea (I've got the speech that Constantine gave.) lie was using the dia lectic process and he 
brought them all to consensus and sa id , ·'We must all agree," and those who didn 'I agree were 
condemned. Arius was condemned. People who were caught with Arius' papers were condemned to 
death . 

Alan: The Roman army was sen t out to pick up those they called Gnostics. which meant the 
knov.lcdgc and they wiped them out. They only picked four of the gospels because the Romans had 
always worshiped the gods of the four seasons. They picked the twelve disciples out of many 
disciples because there are twelve months tO the year and each month has a deity. 'lltcre are so 
many reasons. and people don't know these things which were common knowledge at tl1c time 
because most of them were wiped out or they had to keep quiet or die. 

Jackie: Jesus was exposing their lies. I Ie showed us by his examples who we are because he said, 
"All of these things that I do, you shall do, and even greater.'' I believe that he came here 
speei lically to lead ns out of the da rkness, out of the lies. 

Alan: There has been nothing else to give us a clue as to how to get out of the darkness. That's the 
only ti me in history that anyone gave us the way. That's what they called it, :tt the ti me, the way. 

Jackie: lie said, " I am the way. and the truth, and the light.'. 

Alan: Y cah. I lc called the high priesthood. he said. •<Your father is tl1e Devil. You arc liars from the 
beginning:· and obviously thcy·d still be liars, which they are. 

Jackie: What about the Sadducees and the Pharisees? They were judges and attorneys and lawyers. 

AIJn: They were the whole kit and caboodle of govemmenL They were a nobil ity class who 
interm•mied. They spoke Greek because the first writings they had whe11 they came oui of Babylon 
were in Greek. Just the same as the Roman Cathol ic Church, right up to this century spoke Latin, 
even in the masses, and p.:ople in En~l and couldn ' t understand them, but it sounded so ma~ica l and 
tlJCy were overawed by all these statues and idols and the frocks of the high priests and the incense. 
It sounded more magical than your own language. 'l'hc fact that they couldn't understand it gave 
some sort of sacredness to it. The same th ing happened then because the Septuagint was written in 
Greek. Greek was the international language at that time of all the nobilities of allthc empire. 

Jackie: llis message was so simple and so succinct. Remember he said his grem two 
commandments to us. ··Love your God with all your mind and heart and soul, and love your 
neighbor as yourself." He also said. "Love one another, even as I have loved you." He said, "f an1 
the bright and shining morning star." He told us that we were the light of tbe world. 

Alan: Yes. and you see in the end times there (that's A.D. 60 to A.D. 70) when Rome was wiping 
out the Maeabees who were rebe lling. Maca bees is like a Scottish word actually, sons of Abe, or the 
father, sons o r the fathe-r. If you look it up in your Spartan dictionaries, you'll find the Macabecs 
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were related to the Spanans. That's something else that"s never mentioned. The Spartans claimed 
direct descent from Abraham. too. You find that it wasn"tjust a revolution for pushing the Romans 
out of Israel. It was to push their God over the known world of the time and there was an uprising in 
di fTercm p:lrts where they had settled in the Roman Empire. Thaf s well documented in many text 
books. 

Jackie: I wan t our listeners to know that anyth ing that you have said, anyth ing that I ;~m saying, that 
nothing is meant to denigrate or t~ke away from the love and the gift that Jesus gave us. 

1\lun: Yes, absolutely. 

J:1ckie: lie is my beloved and al l of us. if we could, if we all knew ... it' s like in John, the last verse, 
where he said. "Jesus did so many mor.:: things that if it were to be wrilten, I suppose the world 
could not hold the books.' · What he told us. what he shared, what he revealed has been hidden from 
us but he told us. "There are so many more things that I have to tell you but you could not bear 
them. but when the spirit of truth comes he will guide you to all truth ... 

1\lan: Yes. TI1e truth shall set you free. 

!Jackie references an earlier quote from Nelson Mandcla.) 

!\tan: Mandela, Nelson Mandela; Mandcla - an interesting name. 

Jackie: lly the way, is he of royal blood? 

Alan: lie claims to be of Semitic stock: from the northern pan of Africa. It's interesting. in the 
ancient time periods where they used to call someone who was sent out to do a duty for the 
priesthood simply, the man. The man. The man often was given the symbol of I lcrculcs with a club. 
so he could shaner the earth. That e,·entually developed into Thor and the hammer and so on. 
Wherever they sent out the nasi. they would call it something-man or else from the Carthaginian 
side of the family that they would call it car. ·n,e Isle of Man was one of the first places where these 
people came into before they attacked Britain and they mustered their ships and got ready to set sail. 
The symbol of the Isle of Man is the ancient symbol of the Nazi. which apart from the ecliptic 
moon, or sun. is also the swastika. 

Juckic: Mandcla is one of their own. 

AlJn: It's almost a name that he assumed as I find with most names, like Cecil Rhodes. Cecil means 
the hunter in the s(..··y, which is Orion. Ceci l is a llcbrew wmd for the same thing so you have the 
hunter from Rhodes, which was their capital when they ran the Grecian Empire. 
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.Iackie: I did have questions in my mind nbout how this information you are giving us would impact 
people. 

Abn: I think the very first program w.:: had wa~ concerning reality; we arc give n a real ity. We take 
all or our assumptions for granted. think ing that they are all our own, whereas in !i1ct they have been 
insti lled in us even by our pa re nts who themselves were given a false ~et o f' vnlucs nnd even history. 
even our recent history. It's surpri sing that from generation to generation we can be fooled about 
certain things and some very important things, yet because we live in our own time Wt! also forget 
whot happ.:ncd only forty or lifty years ago. I here fore, they can bring the same tactics back again 
and do it on us again. I was thinking about the bombing of Iraq and lthoughtto myself they showed 
Wag !he Dol{ and were boasting ho\\ it's done and everybody has forgotten that already. They have 
forgotten the moYie alre-ady. It doesn't matter what country you're in. once that flag starts waving it 
conditions you to stand up and appluud it and he proud and the drums come out and the music 
comes out; you've had it instilled since birth. ' 

Jackie: The media had made a big dea l that Satldam Hussein had kicked weapons inspectors out of 
Iraq and Scot! Ritter. who was a Morine, came forward and went e ither before Congress or the 
llousc (I can' t remember which) and su id they were ordered out not by ll us~cin , but by Madeline 
Albright and llerr Cl inton himself. Oo you know that a United Nations inspection team is in charge 
of inspecting onr plmonium s torage here in Am<: rica? 

Alan: Yes. and some ur them are Russians. 

Jockic: 'lltey come over here to make sure we arc not building bombs. 

Alan: It's basically a farce. because even Saddam Hussein was put in by the CIA; what you lind is 
that the peasants arc getting bombed and he wi ll emerge unscathed again. /\s in the last war, they 
conscripted men right out o r their homes that were thrown onto the front line and they arc shell­
shocked as soon they started because they didn't know why they were there. I li s main guard , which 
is the true ref,'Uiar army. was never involved anywhere near U1e battle s ite and Lh.::y massacred over 
llm:c hundred thousand young guys. Now they are doing the same thing :1gu in to the ciiics. 
Meanwhi le there are onl y a few huJJdrcd folks at the top, as usual, running the country and the 
peasants hove no say in what hoppcns. Tl1cy arc all members of Frccma~olll'y, the international 
hrothcrhood, and you find there is the five pointed star behind Husscirt each time he gets up there. 

Jackie: The live-pointed star is pointed down? 

Alan: It doesn't really matter. It is the ancient sign of the rising star. which is the revolutionary sign. 
We know from the reading about the Bolshevik Revolution through books like, l'odka Cola 
!Charles Levinson) and Wall S1ree1 and rill' Bolshevik Revolution [Antony C. Sunon] that all the 
major corporations in the world were gui lty of building up and creating Russia: it is well 
documented, especially in the last book Wall Stree1 and rhe Bolshevik Revolulion. H is all the 
corporations, there are do<:ens and dozens and it is all the ones that you know. Communism wasn' t 
invented in Russia or by Karl Marx: it was invented by the big boys who own the corporations who 
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all work for the one society. Karl Marx said the step to world conununism is lir~t of all nationalism. 
and by that he meant merging the ~mall countries under one main country. gi' ing them a common 
culture and education. and Russia took over do1.ens of small countries and they were given one 
common culture, education and then released. ll1en he said in his works. ""Then we shall work on 
bringing together all of the states·· (countrie~ that is, the states he calls them) ··through international 
regional corporations through a world body:· That is exactly where we arc. Karl Marx was funded 
by the hig boys in London: he lived there and died there . 

.l~1ek ie: Armand Hammer was a .. . 

Alan: Yes. he was a big player. but he was only one of them. Canada had its share. too. What 
you've got in an international brotherhood arc the boys who stand up there with their ~uits and ties 
on. in a Parliament or a Congress m a Senate or a llouse of Lords. That's \\hat you have. They 
make laws for the decent people to follow. while they themselves (and you read about it e,·cry so 
oncn) they"rc always in trouble with taking bribes. kickbacks and so on. they always have linle 
inquiries and nothing ever happens. So they don't follow the rules they make for you, and 
meanwhile the other part of tbe same brotherhood is called the w1derworld (the eye below and the 
eye up above). 1l1e underworld works hand in hand with the boys at the top. like the Cosa Nostra, 
the Black !land: it's another Masonic group. ·n,c underworld brings in th~ drugs. we saw what 
happened with the cooperation of Oliver North in the States, bringing in planeloads every night and 
then sel ling the drugs in the main cities in the U.S. 

Jackie: Not long ago Oliver North almost made it into the U.S. Senate. 

AIJn: l ~vcntua l ly he probably wi ll. It's the same thing in Britain, it"s the big boys who bring it in, 
it's your own secret agencies. Even the Mossad have stuff shipped i11 and out of there all the time, 
that" s what the Ferti le Crescent is called where all the drugs come from. When they were sening up 
they NAFr A agreement, they had reports in the newspapers on this great American head they had, 
Salinas (he eventually skipped Mexico with the hank.) All the papers here had him geared up to be 
the prcsidenr of this trilateral body for running Mexico. Canada, and the U.S. lie was d1e greatest 
thing that ever existed on this planet. he was honest, sincere ct cetera. and then he skipped the 
country with all this money; it"s in Swiss bank accounts now. (ll1ey did a whole 2-hour television 
program on him here on tl1e C'BC.) For months, tl1ey said they didn"t know where he was living, 
and he was living in Montreal . in Canada, ;md after they found out, he sk ipped ofT to Cuba anti 
that's where he is now. 

These arc the guys they stand hand-in-hand with and they rnake l ~ ws for us ~nd tell us to 
obey, whi le they themselves are a bunch o f crooks. '11tcy are all lawyers too: irs a fraternity. an 
international fraternity . What happened in Cannda earlier this year, is they had the APf.C meeting in 
British Columbia and I saw Bill Clinton and our Prime Minister and all these Asiatic dictators lined 
up together. They all had special jackets rnatle for the occasion, and they all crossed arms in the 
brotherhood. 1 thought there arc our thugs lining up with their thugs and I said. '·If the people don't 
get it now, we've had il .. 

Jackie: I'm quoting Arthur Schlesinger. Jr. from an article in the July/August 1995 edition of 
Foreign Affairs. called "Back to the Womb?" lle writes, " In defense of the World Order, U.S. 
soldiers would have to kill and die. We're not going to achieve a New World Order without paying 
lor it in blood, words and money." The obstacles to commit1ing troops to combat are both political 
und eonstitutional. "How do we explain to the American people why their husbands, brothers, 
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fathers and sons should fight and die in remote connicts where the local outcome makes no direct 
difference to the United States?"' 

Alan: George Orwell gm it right when he said, ··It's not a war of countries against other countries, it 
is a war of the government on the minds of their own people." ll1afs exactly how you keep control, 
it's always by finding an enemy, creating an enemy. and then you lind that the enemies at the top 
arc all in the same brotherhood: that is the ancient way of Arabia, that" s where it all started. 

Jack ic: I r everyone lived as Jesus taught us, we wouldn't even need govern ments. 

1\ltul: They know that. I Lc did give us the rules, hut they don' t play by the ~;1mc rules. Thcy'•·e aU 
corpor:ttc lawyers, you have Blair in Britain nl>W, he's a corporate lawyer and so is his wife, so is 
Bill Clinton. so is his wife. Once they come out of parliament or government. they end up lobbying 
for corporations (Dole already works for a corporation.) Then they get good positions on a whole 
bunch of boards if they've been a good boy. When the NAFTA agreement was signed, George Bush 
was in the U.S. and Brian Mulroney in Canada. Brian Mulroney is typical of our modern prime 
ministers, they're never in this country; they're always in China. I think they li\'e there now; they 
only pop back once in a while. Canada is building them an arena for sports. We are building them 
nuclear power stations. which they don't have to pay back under the terms until 2025, and if they 
can 'I afford it by then, we'll just postpone it for anotJ1er twenty-five years, which means the 
taxpayer in Canada has got to pay it. 

Juckie: They've built a huge complex for the e lite wi th hotels, restaurants, <:tc. 

Alan: They have been working on China since the I 920's. 

Jackie: People should be wary of the alleged enmity between Russia and C'<lmmunist China. 
because it ain'tthere. 

Alan: It isn't there. 1 have a book in front of me from Arnold Toynbcc. who was the Chief 
Philosopher for the Royal lnstillllc for I ntcmational Affairs during tl1e war; he taught the Rhodes 
Scholars and he said that t11e road to communism and capitalism would definitely merge at the same 
spot. That was t11c plan and what they always wamed was a scientifically controlled society, and 
how they'll bring it about tl1rough confl ict <Jnd t11rough fear until we give up c:vcry 1ightthat we·ve 
got until eventually no one wiJI be born without permission of the state. 

Jackie: Everyone i.s being left in the d•1rk about thei r plans, with the mind control of the media and 
the movies; they've controlled the masses all over the world wi th their bread nnd c ircuses and w ith 
religioo, through guilt and through fear. FOG, fear of God. We arc brought up to believe since we 
arc children that we are garbage. We're all sinners and there is notl1ing we can do about it. 

Alan: Yes, and you have special people up there on podiums who are more intelligent than you and 
it's their right to tell you what to do. Bertrand Russell said that in 1920. he said, "\Ve shall create a 
\\Orld of experts where everybody will ask the experts for their opinion, even how to raise their 
children." 

Jackie: Look at who we call experts, Madeline Albright for example. 
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Alan: I call her hall~bri ght. ll"s al l rigged, it's fixed and its brc<1U and circuses, keeping the people 
occupied. meanwhile: you're getting deeper and deeper in debt for every missile thot pops over there 
that's another million dollars you owe the bankers or your grandkids do. 

Jackie: Last night I was \\arching the bombing of lraq on CNN and it made me wonder if this was 
done in I lol lywood; the correspondents in llaghdad were not afrJ id that a stray bomb would hit 
them. 

Alan: Saddam will have tOld them to leave them alone because they are all Freemason~ at the top. 
The whole idea is to eradicate the I roqi people because t11cy have the longest and most ancient 
histtlry on tl1e p lanet and the most of it is an oral trad ition that goes hack thousands of years. They 
know what happened in very early times and by whom: the whole Masonic cult started at the foot of 
the mounwins of the Caucasus, around the Black Sea area: they know the whole history of every 
aony that went ever through there and they·re going to eradicate it. That's what they're doing now. 
tllree hundred thousand the last time and there \W!S anorher two hundred and fifty to three hundred 
thousand that died when the U.N. put an embargo on medication in the last few yc;trs; kids were 
dying. Now they arc ju$t wiping out the rest of them and Saddam wi ll escape.

Jackie: We've covered the religious control before. So many people believe that this is God's plan 
because it's in tile book. I asked Bill Cooper what he thought about the book of Revelations. and he 
said he though! that John was initiated into the mysteries on the Isle or Paunos. so h.: knew what the 
plan was and putting it in rhe book would have all the believers s itting back suying " It's God's 
wi ll.'' It is n real cop-out to accept this evil as God's plnn. 

Alan: Yes, let's just walk imo the gas chambers when we're told. I think I mentioned 10 you once. I 
have a book here on all the religious sects in America and it was primed in 1920. At the end they 
summari:~,e Christianity. with a rnir1istcr giving the summmy, then tlJe author usks "What is 
Christianity?" and he answers, ' 'I t's a belief in Jesus Christ, of a revelation, a resurrection and the 
afterlife:· lie summed it up that way. Then he asks a Jewish R:~bbi and the Jewish Rabbi really 
pointed out something imponant. he said. "You Christians left your cause when the church came 
into being. You left tl1c cause. We Jews are active. Judaism is an active religion." That will always 
stay in my memory because that attitude of just obey, obey, obey, s it back and obey. and he good 
little boys. You watch Mulroney and Bush get directorships at lJarrick Gold Corporation; George 
Bush got the president's job in Barrick Gold Corp. and Brian Mulroney (after signing the NAFTA 
deal with him) got the viee-president'sjob, after they leave us in a mess. 

Jackie: Have you heard of navid Lang from the l'!ank of Canada? I have a tape that a listener made 
of thei r Fourth World Wilderness Conference. All the big guys were there, Rothsehilds, royalty. 
They were al l there planning this th ing. Rothschild was tolking and he was talking about 
establishing a world bank. the World Earth Bank and he asked if anyone had any <Jucstions. David 
Lang was wondering how he was going to sell this as a profit-making venture and Rothschild 
responded "The cannon fodder which unfommately inhabits this earth will never understand it. so 
you're going to have to present it in another way.'' 

Alan: This book by Arnold Toynbee was written in the 1940's. and he's talking to Rhodes scholars, 
and he said, ·' \VhiJe the vast population is trying to find out what happened in the past. we being the 
dominant minority have already planned the future:· He was the guy thai was in charge of the Royal 
Institute in the philosophy department for the Rhodes Scholarships at Oxford. 
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Jackie: We were talking last night and you were explaining about the virgin birth , starting with 
Nimrod. Semiramis and Osi ris and it occurred to me that our stories in the Bible of the binh, 
crucifixion. resurrection of Jesus and how it is identical to the stories down through the ages and I 
was feeling very di sturbed :.1bout whe ther we have been to ld the truth about Jesus. If it didn't 
happen exac tly that way. it takes nothing away f'rom Jesus· gift to us. 

Alan: It's a death we go through [dying to the world. to all indoctrination, dying to the ego. I lie 
showed us the way: he told you that they can't have any power over you i r people would love one 
another, give to each other what they don't need. that way government can't start setting up 
agencies and start controlling you and don ' t loan things OUI: give them away. We've lost a ll that 
because of the matcrialisti~ culture that they've foisted on us, the llollywood American dream that 
everybody's chasing ~md it's an elastic dream like the money that just keeps stretching: you ne\'er 
get to where you think you're supposed to go. It is like the movie that is out right now 
1/olfywoodism, three quarters of the way through the producer said on it "We created the Amerie~n 
cul ture. we created the 1\.mcrican dream and it's amazing that the vast majori ty of the people :1rc 
imitating what the shadow created ... Those were his words. -
Jnckie: Think about sty les that designers dec ided what we arc going to wear. 

Alan: Yes, you have a designer life. Plato in Tile Republic went through every method they used 
about 450 11.C., and how they controlled the population (and everybody should get it.) Plato is 
Greek for "pulled out of:' ' Moses means the same thing. Often today it is translated as "chosen." but 
literally it means "pulled out of ... Plato W'dS one of the nobility in Athens and all the nobility there, 
(hundreds of years prior to him and afterwards. llerodotus and al l the philosophers) stud ied with the 
priests in !igypL They a ll mcn t ion this and even Pythagoras. who gave us the Pythagorean theory, 
was initiated into the mysteries there and he mentions that in his own writings. But Plato is telling 
his own people how they mn things and it is more like a book of amusement amongst themselves, to 
me, because he says at the top you have us, the nobi lity, and the pure breed, next tO us you have 
relatives. who are the clergy. the ministerial group who control the people with population. On the 
other side of us we have the brothers of the clergy who are in charge of the military and 
government. TI1en w.: have the muses and the travel ing players who go around the country and they 
want people to be good and obedient so they give them good music. 

In the book, he calls on one of the mus ic ians and he even asks what type of meter is the best 
to bring out a good soothing mentality for yotmg people. which meant they also knew which type to 
usc if they wanted to get young people to rebeL He goes through this whole scenario even how to 
use the fashion industry. lie said " If you want to bring a country do\vn then you send in tl1e 
musicians who are trn ined lo attract the children; tl1cy will be disobedicm to their parents through 
the words of the music ." lie said, ''We shal l wri te the lyrics." That is exactly how it has always 
been. when Rome \\as in its heyday, the corporations had taken over the fannland and all the 
peasants came into the city and they hatlnotbing tO eat, so rather than have a rebellion they created 
what was ca lled the dole (they created the term the dole and in Brita in they still call unemployment 
insurance the dole). What they did was they literally threw out bread and wine and gave them street 
carnivals, circuses. When Margaret Thatcher (the Iron Lady) was in, she came on and said, "You 
know tl1tzrc is a whole generation of chi ldren growing up now who will never see work in the ir 
lifetime. Get used to it." 

Jackie: What docs that mean? In other words, they will be on the dole? 
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Alan: Yes, and thm is exactly whm they have done. They were transferring the British industry out 
of Brita in in the 1950's and it continued right through and l grew up in that wondering why on earth 
afler so-called winning the wor, all the industry was leaving the country; they were building up in 
other countries even then. That was part of the agreement with United Nations that Britain would 
de-industrialiY.c, and Canada and then America. That's exactly what they've done. Margaret 
Thatcher also was on the Man Alil·e Pro[{rwll (I don't know if you gel the series in the U.S., but it's 
something like 60 Minutes) but they caught her will1 a boom microphone talking to the Minister of 
Education. she didn't know that she was being listened to as they were walking along, s he said to 
the Minister or Education, "You know the worst thing we ever gave the poor in this country was 
education." Now she sits in the I louse of Lords, she' s a Dame, that's the snme as a Lord, and she 
has her Ennine com on will little spots on the fur. (which Nimrod had by the way it goes all the way 
back to 1imrod.) She sits on a pension for life. whether she attends or not and she's had her 
knighthood, she's one of the top ones now. These arc the people that we nrc taught to respect and 
look urto. 

Jackie: You were tell ing me about someplace where they found an ancient battlefield and they were 
finding bones (I don·t remember where it was) and there were getting people to give blood so that 
tltey could lind out if any of their ancestors were buried in that ancient banlcfield. 

Alan: That wasn't me. TI1e story is vaguely fami liar. but l don't think that was me. I know they 
have been doing that with various Middle Eastem gravesites and so on, but these people don ' t have 
lo do that because they've got th.:ir family history going back for hundreds and hundreds and 
hundreds or ycnrs. That is what lhc tree of life is, that is what they call it; the tree of life is your 
family tree. 

Jackie: I !ere is something in the Bible, in the Old Tcs1ament. tl1at I have always wondered about 
when God lound that Adam and Even had eaten of the tree of knowledge, of good and evil. He 
said, "We have to get them out ~11' the garden be lore they cat of the tree of life or surely I hey shall 
become as us." What do you think that meant? 

Alan: I think that the ones that wrote it were the nobility of the day, and they meant what they said. 
because eating of the fruit means intem1ixing. Fruit is your offspring. and throughout the Bible they 
often usc that tenn for it. They have kept their own race (as far as they think, anyway) :l~ pure as 
can be, and in Charles Galton Oarwin's book from 1952. The Next Million Years. (he was the great­
grandson of Darwin, he had the same cause or duly thai they all had) he talks quite spcci lically 
about the bloodlines in it. I have the book rigl1t here. in fact. and he says. ''The inferior species and 
races of man v.~ll have to perish. so that the dominant minority may s urvive." They all use this term 
·dominant minority: That means them, you sec. 

Jackie: I have never understood this section from tl1e Old Testamenl, ' ·TI1e SOilS of God looked 
dow11 upon the daughters of man that they were fair, took them to wife and there were giants in the 
Earth at th::~t time." Nobody hns ever been able to explain thatlo me. 

Alan: Irs quite simple because the earliest priesthood lived in caves around Mt. Ararat. (there were 
hundreds of them,) and the ftrst ones who were put there, according to the legends of the people of 
the area, were in fact degenerates, they didn' t work with the people, they would steal; they were 
criminals. They were put up in the caves and the population fed tbcm and after a period of time 
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because they didn't do any work but they d id a lo1 of studying; they were the first ones 10 notice 
l11ings. They looked down and watched. you sec. They looked down on the people. When you see 
wha1 a giant mcnns in esoteric language it simply means a giant among men, a wise man, an 
inlellectual. 

Jackie: Those are the ones you told us !hat used to sit and watch the stars at night. They were the 
ones who became I he priests because they knew tbe patterns of the seasons. 

Alan: Yes, I hey knew 1he eonslellations. the rising of Sirius in the East. the star of the East on the 
19th of July of every year. when we are told that a flood is coming from way down in Africa and 
traveling upwards and they could tellliJe people that within three or four days the floods will come. 
After the floods the water ~oaks imo the earth and then you plant. They were given special 
privileges. they were knowledgeable, but they never shared the knowledge with the people. Mason 
is the term thai was used because they were homosexua ls from the beginning and they took in the 
v.'idow's son and in return for the son. the widow was given food etcetera or gold. which they even 
tunneled ou1 of the mines up there. They were the first ones to get gold, which is why it was mauc:: 
the currency of the whole worlu eventua lly. But Mason means that the son of the mother, the 
widow's ~on . 

Jackie: They took them up there to teach them to become homosexua ls? 

Alan: To become p:lrl o f the bro therhood or the priesthood; they recruited the widow's son. f~vcn 
when the Tcmplars ll( nighl' s Templarj met the wise man of the mountain. the o lu man toltl the 
knights that Ill<)$( of these people. and he had hundreds, were all adopted by him. lie sent them oil 
over as assassins and as advisors. In the Masonic brotherhood, )'<Ju give up your r:'\mily, you give up 
the people of your own counu·y and you belong to a new fami ly. That's how you can tum around 
and exterminate your own people if you arc told lo do it. Each part of the degree system is 
compartmentali:!.cd rrom the lost one, so you arc giYen a new sign and passwords for every degree 
you go up to. If the guy above you gives this order you must obey and put your ownjud!,\mentasidc 
and ohey automatical ly. But with the giants and the scenes in the pharaoh's tombs, the pharaoh is 
ahvays portrayed 3S being about ten limes larger tban all the other people around about him because 
he was a giant amongst men. he was God. you see: that's wbat they meant when they said they v.cre 
giants among men. 
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Jnekie: We have with us Alan from Canada who will give us a twelve-hour series on the search for 
reality. Thank you for being here. 

Alan: Yes. that's okay. I'm glad to be here. 

Jackie: Wt were talking abotlt sin. What is ~in? We've all been led to bel ieve that we' re such 
sinners: tha t somehow we·rc not worthy. 

Alan: I think a good way to start there is to buy :1 pretty cheap paperback called Nistmy Begins a/ 
Sumer by Samuel Noah Cran1er (K-Ra-Mer, you've got a spin on everything.) published by 
Doubleday Anchor Books. ·n,is is about the archaeology of the various cities they found in Sumer. 
We· rc talking about sin and it" s a good place to start because we find Sumer already underway and 
n:ry advanced and yet it's supposed to be one of the earliest places that mankind emerged, and 
emcrg.cd is the word to use in this respect. l3ut they had a few cities a1id they had a deity for eacb 
ci ty. TI1c deities always lived in the mountains. There are famous hymns in the books: you wi ll see 
them praying to the divinity and the priesthood of the di vinity that come down from the mountains. 
These arc the first hymns that arc recorded in language in our age. put it thu t way. You find thai 
they gave these priests such fantasti c praise for giving them architecture. for giving them the 
science w bui ld holdings for sheep, which we' ll get into in [ta lking about! siu because that' s all part 
of it. The terminology that we use to do wi th sin comes from as far back as Sumcr und probably 
from a previous age. 

Jackie: 1\ previous civilization. 

Alan: lncrc's no doubt. 

Jackie: Because you have said on se,·cral occasions that according to archaeological finds ihatthere 
have been at least two civilizations before ours that had reached the technology, ct cetera, that we 
have today. 

Alan: Yes. The symbology that's used iu each age has been a pyramid. Tha t's why you have three 
pyramids. The ones they say came later anc.J aren' t as well made, that's nonsense. The reason they're 
not so well made is becau~e they' re older, und they've been tbrougb catastrophes before. The 
pyramids used to be covered with limestone ond they were very smooth, and accord ing to the 
Egyptian records, there was a cap put on each pyramid when they were completed and this would 
catch the rays of the rooming sun. They used the same term you· re hearing today with the New Age 
crystal. because in Aramaic and Hebrew crystal is the same as fTost. It means it's like ice; it's the 
same word as ice and snow. So when the sun hit the sides of the pyramid it would be gold and then 
at the very top it would be brilliant silver. a color from the crystal or fTost and it was silver. 

Jackie: You had said that these pyramids were capped at the apex of the civilization, like they plan 
on doing with the pyramid at Cheops, at the millennium, at the n1ro ofthc century. 
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Alan: That's r ight. it's the same t11ing. Pyramid in all of the languages or the Middle East is Mer, 
which is where we get the word Mary from. 

Jackie: Is l11at M-A-R or M-E-R? 

Alan: You can do M-F.-1-R, M-E-R, in fact you even hnve the same word in the language of Sumer. 
It 's always the same word, Mer, Mary, Mi ra. is -moll1cr. 

Jackie: It means mother? 

Alan: IZvcn the Talmud means the same thing; the Talmud is fi·om the words, buill on previously. 
Now they usc the word Tel, like Tel Aviv. That means you bui lt! on a previous s ite and this is 
Talmud. Talmud is the pre\'ious mother: built on the previous mother. MuL is Arabic lor mother: 
modern Aramaic. 

Jackie: The pyramids mean tnother? 

Alan: Yeah. \Vhat they were based on is that the originals which were al:tuaUy the mountains where 
the high priests lived. That's why, even in Sumer. they call the place or the home of the high priests 
tl1c mot11cr. They came out of the womb of the mother. meaning the exit, they had entrances and 
exits in the mountains. they lived t11erc: they lived high up in the mountains. In every civi liza tion 
right thmugh the Middle East, right to Greece. Crete. Cyprus, even into Britain, it's the same story 
you get down through legends, based [on I and mixed with h i ~1ot-y and so on. There arc exactly the 
same stories of priests coming down and mixing with the peoples. 

Jackie: You mentioned that in ilie Old Testament that one of the puzzling phrases was t11at the sons 
of god looked down upon the daughters of man and they took them to wed and there were giants in 
the earth at that time. You said that basically the wot·tl giant was symbolic o f a giant of a man. 

Alan: Yes, even today they'll talk about Einstein being a giant among men. That's how they were 
pictured. When we found the mummies of different pharaohs and they're just the normal-sized 
people, but on tl1eir steles (Stele comes from stars. That's why they call the tlruwings on the wa lls 
s teles, because the pharaohs and so on are in the stars; they're up there wi th God,) they drew the 
pharaohs as being giants next to the people around and about them. 

Jackie: So you don't think tl1cy were giants of stature. 

Alan: No, but it's the same thing, basica lly. They were well l'ed for sure, because they have the bt!SI 

food you can get at all times through the ages and thHt's why the nobil ity of every country, even of 
Europe, tend to be a bit taller, but iliey' rc certainly not giants. But they called these priests gi:mts 
because of their vastness of knowledge. But when they go into the origin of sin in Egyptian records 
such as you' ll find in A!{eS in Chaos. Temples. Tombs and HieroJ:lyphs. and a few other books. 
you'll lind that they talk about a mountain that wos to Lhe east of Egypt and it wns called the 
Mountain o f' Sin. The Mountain of Sin was also in a wi lderness of Sin, which you'll even fi nd in ll1e 
Bible, of course because they copied a lot of it from it When people went into ilie wilderness of Sin 
or the desert of Sin they came to the foot of the mountain and Sin, again, being a mountain was 
literally a female goddess. The people had to commit as a penance, (and penance is an important 
word, which we'll get to later, too) they would have to give their first-born ch.ild. The priests would 
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take them in as atonement for lheir sin. ' l11c word today for the same mountain is Sinai, Mount 
Sinai. You find the same stories in the l:md ofSumer because the term they gave to one of the god's 
abilities was The Great Neuer. the person who docs the nening. who could catch with a net. 
They've actually got stclcs from Sumer with the picture of the god netting lish and the people 
basically were regarded as you would regard !ish. It's all symbolic language, yuu see. 'l11cy were 
co iled fishermen of men because they would take the brightest out of the waters of life and raise 
them up into the priesthood basically. Thc~c priests were definitely homosexual and they picked the 
young boys. As the young boys grew up, the priests became their mother and their father; that's 
where you often gel the statues o f' Nimrod who looks like a female in some ~1nd a male in others but 
it's supposed to be male in both. lie was u·uc to his order that be was now in. 

Jt1ckic: We hove a call coming in. Shall we take this call? -
Alan: As long as it's not a theological dchate. 

Jackie: Yes. because I don't wanl to inlcrrupt our flow. IIi. we'lltake your call. 

John: lias your guest ever read anything on "hat is called the trans-lube tunnel system under the 
pymmids and is there any type of a higher technology that has not at this time come forward dealing 
with a type of tunnel system that was built a long time ago under this plaJlet lhat connected the 
pyramids or any other types or cultures that they traveled in? Dealing with Lite pyramids. has he 
come across any arch ives or any information deal ing with the recogni lion or wh<H is called a Hall of 
Records buried heJJeath the Great Pyramid in Egypt? 

Jackie: We were talking about s in. You were talking about fishers o f men. 

Alan: Yes, there is technology. They definitely have tunnels going right through Mount Ararat into 
the mountain ranges there. They have the same thing in Shin Mu. They also had the mother goddess 
of Sin. they called it Shin. in China. and they had the same tunnel system. They're ancient, you 
know. 

Jackie: Do people know about them? 

Alan: Yes, they' re recorded. The problem is now you can't get in because of the armies. Even 
Turkey is guarding so much of lhc mount<.lins around Ararat. 

.Iockie: But the e lite can get in? 
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Alan: I don't know if you ever saw the machine thai dug, or chewed its way through, or melted its I 
way through, under the English Channel 10 Fmncc three or four years ago. The thing looks like a 
giant mole; it looks like something from science fiction because it Literally shoots laser beams in 

1 front which can melt the rock which is vitrified and solidified around about it. It creates the very 
Masonic word vault just by passing right through it. It creates an arc. 

Jackie: The Masonic word what? I 
Alan: /\gain, you have to listen to these things and even go back on lhem because each one's a I 
subject. Vault, arc, ark, vessel. yes, it's all the same thing, you know. [This machine! went through 

I 
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in a very short ti me: it can go miles inn day. Three years ago in The J:.'uropean tl1erc wasH fhl l page 
on this p<lrticular tunnel they're going to build (they've actually started it) iliat will link ilie west 
coast of Canada from Rathan Island right across. past Alaska and into Russia. 

Jackie: So the possibility or probability is that this technology existed back then? 

Alan: I'm not saying it existed back then to th is tl<.:grcc. I think each age has brou~:th t them further 
on. Rut all of the terminology iliat we usc to do with sailing comes from architecture which in tum 
comes from mining; mining is the key. All of the words in architecture come from mining. Your 
pillars hold up the roof. ll1e roof is in a vault and a vault is almost an egg shape and the word cam 
come$ from that in La(in , cam. So you hnvc the Cambrian Mountains in Wales, in l~ngland and it 
goes on and ou and on. th is particular wo1·d. T he arc is the top, the arc holds up all the pile of weight 
on top of the tunnel and arc also means secret. It means secret in Latin, through the Greek. So all the 
terminology we use literally comes from there. When a ship comes into a port: a port is also a door 
which is a gate. You have the same thing in a tunnel. You have a gang plank where ilie crew used to 
be called a gang. It's the same word that they use in mining you have o gang of miners and when 
the ships came into (I'm talking about thousands of years ago) when the so-called Phoenicians hit 
the new country they would put down the gang plank, the gang would c<lmc out on the key and ilie 
key is also the middle stone of an arc . If you look at a dictionary it will show you how an arc is 
formed with different stones but right in the middle you have the keystone which is also the nasi , 
which is also tl1c head. 

Jackie: The keystone which is nasi. and here we ore today in Pennsylvonio in the Keystone State. 

Alan: Yes. That's right. Also what they used to do was to meet the people or that country, and 
they'd introduce coin. Coin is a substitute for barter. It's a third element inrroduced between two 
people or parties and even the word coin is from caina. canha, cohen, cana; it all means priest. 
Wherever you lind that word you' ll find it literally is from the high priesthood. The original coin i11 
its form is a coeno. C-0-E-N-0 in Greek. It also meant a wedge. so it was a wedge between two 
parties because iliey actually cut ilic coin. Instead of being round they cut it wiili a chisel , you sec. It 
would be a wedge shape, so tbc cocno or cocnonia was a wedge between rwo parties. So iliesc 
people who came from the sea into a port, a door. a gate, into a country, and do\\~1 the gang plru1k, 
would learn how the people functioned: they set up what we s till call it today, a customs. You find 
out ilic custOms of the people. The customs was actually shaped in a f'ive pointed. a !lvc-sided pen, 
like ilie pentagon, ilic middle part of ilic pentangle. Pen comes from tl1ere. as well as sin. You do 
penance for sin. So they people would he in there. They'd introduce their coenania as their money 
and then they would literally net the people and bring them into docks. The selected ones were 
brought into clock. Now a clock is the sa111e word as a pen achtally. aud when they go up (O a court, 
into a court sy;,1em. You go on the witness stand and that witness swnd is in reality, in legal terms, 
called a dock. So you arc put in the dock. 

Jackie: In the pen. 

Alan: So those were the ones who were pulled out of, Pike I say a Moses figure or a Plato. It means 
ilie same thing, to be pulled out of. 

Jaekje: What exactly docs that mean when you say pulled out of? 
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Alan: Sclcctccl . 

Jackie: What about this Hall of Records? 

Alan: The llall of Records. again, you' re talking Masonic symbology, because the hall is also o 
vault. Most halls are vaulted. There arc arched ceilings on them. A vault also me~ns on arc. It's an 
arc und that comes from the way the sun comes up into an arc ;md then goes clown again. like a 
bow. So a vault. bow, arc, they all have the same symbology. It means secret. 

Alan: An nrc is also a vessel. 

Jackie: Is there any such thing as a I I all of Records? (This was John 's question.) 

Alan: There·ve been many halls of records. In ancien! Egypt they had them at Alexandria. There 
was one there that w·Js renamed Alexandria; it was already in existence for oYer eight hundred years 
before he IAiexaodcr l came along. lie had over seven hundred thousands scrolls reported by the 
di fferent s tories from Greece which you can sti ll read today. 

Jackie: Do they still exist? 

Alan: They were supposedly, suppo.,·edly, burned down in an attack, which is absolute nonsense 
because everybody who at1ack.:d literol ly belonged to the same priesthood at the top. Alexander 
who eventually became the master of Egypt. his name for instance, Alexander, they would 
pronounct: it as Halyhandro. llaly is holy. you sec. So their word ha lo comes from the same thing. 
halo from the sun, llelios in <fleck. So he was a priest, in other words. Alejandro is also Alex or 
Alecalu1dro you sec. the way it should really be pronounced. 

Jackie: There's that word cahn aga in. 

Alan: So you have the holy con. and you find that with Constantine. 

Jackie: We were talking ohout sin and about the Mount of Sin which was Mount Sinai and you sa id 
that they portrayed these priest~ wi th nets and they were fishers of men. 

Alan: Yes. and you can aerually sec that in the stelcs in that book. Hiswry Begins at Swner. You' ll 
sec steles on the walls with the god with the net holding the fish and you ·11 sec the prayers given to 
them. ' ll1c man who pulls out his worthy people, and worthy means worshipful, hasically worthy. 
Worshipful comes from worthy: WOtthy-ful masters. 

Jackie: So, were they pulled out because of their bloodline, because of their lineage? 

Alan: 1.\vcmually they were, eventually. 

Jackie: But what did they do with them when they pulled them out? 

Alan: 'Jney kept the priesthood going in this manner; it was a brotherhood. They could go from 
generation to generation and literally what they were doing was inbreeding different (you can't 
really say races) castes of humanity. I breeding] specialized castes, in other words. The word comes 
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up in many forms; we' re given stories in mythology abou t the colors they 1vcrc looking for, the type 
they were looking for. like Jason and the Argonauts and chasing the Golden Fleece. These are a ll 
symbolic of the tan, the fleece is the tan and that word comes up all through history: tartan in 
Scotland. You lind tartan in the l3 ible as wel l. if you look. 

Jackie: Tan? Is that a color? 

Alan: Tan rneans shade: shade of skin. You 'II lind that all through history that 11ord. tan. You bavc 
puritan. That was the pure tan. the pure color that came out on the Mayflower; May being the same 
ancient, a ncie nt worsh ipful month of all ancient re ligions, including 13rit3in. You have the maypole 
and when th<.: tribe of the Danoi came in there, ( It's nut what you think. It's not what you would 
think of as a llcbrcw tribe as the Bri tish I>Taelites would make it out to be [laughs.] IL "s a more 
sinister story) they worshiped tht: maypole and that was one of the lirst thjngs they erected 111 

Britain. 

Jackie: Would that have anytl1ing to do with the Washington Monument? 

Alan: WelL that's an obelisk. which is o force. 

Jackie: Docs the maypole have anything to do wi th that? 

Alan: It's similar, yes. It 's a phallic symbol , which means regeneration. It means regeneration and 
it'~ a symbol that by your own will you will make it. by your will. 

Jackie: I read in Myst£'t:v Babylon that the obelisk is a symbol of an erect phallu~. It's ~mt of like "In 
your fi1ce, God." sort o f' like giving Go<lthc finger. 

Al~u1: Oh abso lute ly! I think I've said that, in facL Yes, it literal ly is an erect jphallus,) and of 
course this is a ll symbology because the people themselves believe that they are God. ·n,cy created 
the rcligiollS. We're fooled left, right and center by following whnt they g~ve us. You·n sec it, as 1 
say. if" you tcad the anc ient Sumcrians hymns and prayers that they' re almost identical to the ones 
that arc being used right down through the ages, whether Mohammad ism. Buddhism. or any of the 
-isms or Can-fusionism in Chino. That word ·can' comes up everywhere. 

Jackie: Did the Old Testament. in our Bible have anything to do'' ith it. the psalms and prayers? 

Alan: Well, aga in you ' ll find a lot o f it, the psa lms and prayers arc copied right oul o f' Egypt. 
There's one famous Egypt prayer. where they said that the Great God Jashioned man out of clay on 
the potter" s wheel and I remember that's also in Jeremiah 18. I think, nnd h~ says to go to the 
pot1 er's house where the grea t potter creates on the wheel. 

Jackie: You've mentioned this and I know that in the Catholic religion, I've seen that the pope's hat 
is like an open fish 's mouth. They call it the fisherman's ring, the pope's l"ing. 

Alan: Yes, with the pope also you see [that] in the temple of Jupiter, and in fact most of the temples 
in ancient Rome, the lowest servant of the lemple was actually called poppa. Now that's a tem1 the 
pope used for centuries. it was poppa. papa, but the poppa wasn't the top guy. you sec. That's the 
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givcaw:1y. He was actually the temple servant. Now when they usc pontills and you have pontifus 
rex, and a pontis also mcuns a bridge; he's a bridge to the past, to the ancient archaic past. 

Jackie: Then in the Nc" Testament Jesus said, ·· J ''ill make you fishers of men." Now did he say 
that? 

Alan: WeiJ , let's put it this way, I can't answer you, because I mean I wasn't lhcre. [Laughs] What 
we do know is that this is a continued theme all through all religions. that terminology of catching 
fish. training the fish . We even usc the phrase today that they used back in Sumcr when one of the 
young boy~ would run away, that was given as an offering, the one that got away, that's where it 
literally comes from, the one that got aw<~y . 

Jackie: You mean they escape because they were going to be sacrificed? 

Alan: They weren' t S<lCrificed: they were taken into the brotherhood and trained. They were trained 
from an early age. 

Jackie: Well , last night, when I mentioned jthislto you, [you gave] a quick response. you said Jesus 
couldn't have said that. Now I know that you don't know. None of us really know. But that was 
your first. maybe intuitive response that they arc puning words into his mouth. 

Alan: Yes. Well yo11 sec the same thing happened with the pharaoh who was called 1\khcnaton in 
Egypt. lie turned Egypt upside down in his own day and he adopted the name Aton, that wasn't hi s 
family name. TI1e pharaohs would adopt the names. the family name and lhe pharaoh or cain or king 
name and he adopted the name Akhcnaton which means that all is well "·ith atone A-T-0-N-E or 
A-0-0-N-~ and he [made] his symbol (to represcntj one god. All god was one and his symbol was 
the sun because everybody rccogni~cd the sun bringing life to people. !lis symbol in the stelcs in 
Egypt are all of the streamers coming down, streJmers of light., rays. Ahmen-rah means Ahmen­
ray. so you 'd have the ray coming down and each one was ended at the bottom of the streamer 
holding an ankh. which was the old cross. the symbol of life, whereas all the hundreds of other 
priesthoods had kept everything secret. 

Jackie: 8~1t he wasn't worshiping the sun. lie was using the sun as ... 

Alan: A symbol. Everybody understood the symbol. and his symbol was that the s treamers coming 
down with the ankh at the end was ;wailable to everyone. I le was the only pharaoh who refused to 
go to war, and he's the only one who's pictured in family scenes with his wife ond his children. 
Eventually, because ofth[lt, there wos a massive rebell ion by the other priesthoods (<llld this episode 
is wcll -docwnented,) and they also g.ot another group to invade them from the east. 

Jackie: But to continue. you said th:ll he told the histori<~ns to depict him as he truly looked and not 
to give him this godly-looking stature. 

Alan: That's right. Yes, the rest of them were always portrayed as giants, as you said earlier, and 
nat stomachs, broad shoulders, noble; noble is the word. Whereas he told them to picture him as he 
looked and he had a potbelly and spindly legs. sort of largisb hips but be was a family man and you 
see him playing with the children, playing with the wife. He refused to go to war. He refused to 
send his armies out to exact tributes from all the commonwealth that they ran at that time. 
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Jockie: So he was living as a godly person? 

Alan: Yes, exactly, but after he was gone l11e priesthoods tried to eradicate his memory. hut 
unfortunately they couldn' t do it qu ite completely and you had the cull of A ton which stayed on and 
what the priesthoods then did was to change the old story of the dying Osiris or l-lon1s and grarted it 
right on. right on, tl1e complete story, on to the new cul t of Aton. Even in llebrew today Adonai is 
the word for lord and god. 

Jackie: You mean the same word as Aton? 

Alan; Yes. That's where it comes from but it doesn't mean the same thing anymore. So yes, they 
have definitely used real people down through history who have had followings, but they'll just 
graft the same dying martyr, who's then resurrected. onto the story. So. when you sec that the words 
tlmt they put into the words of Jesus arc also typical of tlJC type of words that they !gavel (even the 
Greek historians were told how to characterize tl1ese events) to the leaders of nations that were 
going om to conquer, !theyl would give them great speeches and so on. but then literally put the 
some words in their mouths. and that sti ll happened up until pretty rccentfy, in fact. 

Jackie: You mentioned that the pharaohs in thei r tombs always had a rod and a staff and you were 
going to talk about the usc of the word sheep and pen and repent and penance. Would you do that? 

Alan: That's right because repent means re, to do again. and pent (and any dictionary will tell you,) 
comes from pen, to pen up, to build up. or to put in , or shut up, you sec. When you had to repent 
you were going through a formula where you ended up shutting up. In fact. the lower orders in the 
ancient priestl10ods when they \\Ould be too loose with their mouth had also to repent to rc-shut up, 
because they 'd been too loose with their words, but on the other side there literally was a pen where 
people were put into. They were penned in and wherever the aneienrs traveled aU over the world to 
toke gold and silver and so on, they would create this pen or dock (it's the same word) next to where 
they'd landed. 

Jackie: To pen people up? 

Alan: To pen people up. Uterally. your customs was a dock. and if you look at a dictionary a dock 
also means to pen in or enclose. so they did enclose people. Also they would separa te what we call 
the sheep from the goats. they would pick out the most intell igent and probably the most physically 
desirable to these guys and they were drawn out. They were drawn out of the pen, you see. 11ley 
were the pulled out ones; they were tl1c 11sh that were pulled out and they were initiated into t11e 
brotherhoods at a very early age. 

Jackie: What about the rod and the staff that the pharaohs had? 

Alan: The rod was basically to beat the sheep. (meaning tl1e people) when they were not following 
the rules. The rule again is cane, rules, lhe ruler. 1l1e staJT was used to pull them into land. You'd 
pull tbcm, or pull them out of the rest of the sheep: you'd pull out the ones you'd picked, with your 
staff, the hook on tl1e end of your staff. 'That word in Egyptian is solocam; it's amazing how many 
words you get from cam. 

• 
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Jackie: Well , you sa id they called the sheep the followers, and todny we even ca ll ourselves thai. 

Alan: We do. You' ll even sec in the prayers at Sumcr, that the people call themselves sheep. too. 
the sheep of the god o r the mountain; they also even say it. They couldn' t help build pens 
themselves. The gods or the priesthood built the pens for them and gave them tools. Now that';; the 
same story of course they put into Cain, that Cain himself was a rebel, he went off, supposedly 
creating a tribe. It 's all symbology but be was also the master of metals, you'll find in your Bible 
concordances. or dictionaries; master of metaL 

Jackie: Once again in the New Testament Jesus ca lls himself our shepherd, and, so we arc his sheep. 
so to speak. 

Alan: Yes. A sheep, as you know, doesn ' t stampede. when they're in a comer they simply quiYer 
and shake. and it's hard to get them to go in the right direction. But they' re easily led and they 
follow. The priesthood. (you' ll sec the stat11cs in Surner for instance) the priests arc naked to the 
waist and from the waist down they wear the ~hecpskin. the same as the Masons wear on the front 
of tbern today: they use actual sheepskin as a short ki lt. 

• 

Jackie: Just a thought. Is it possible that JesliS was using their own words with different meaning? 
I feel like I am trying to hold on to something that may not be true and those questions just come 
into my mind. 

Alan: Yes. llut it's obvious to me that the words hnvc becn ... the sarnc thing happened to him as 
happened tO Akhenmon. Once he was out the road. they grafted the same story of Adonis. Through 
the cult of Adonis we're gjven the story that Aton \\as gored in his side by a boar. his mother. his 
mare, wept for him and all the women cried and then he was resurrected again on the third day. 

Jackie: Aton or Ahken? 

Alan: Akhenaton. Ahken is simply is a prefix meaning in Egyptian all is well. All is well with 
Atone. 

Jackie: Akhen-aton. He's the one you're talking about. that they wove the same story around him. 
So, that hopefully Jesus' messoge to us would be lost or to the people at that time and hopefully 
carried through the ages that God is with in all o f' us. We are all chi ldren of God. Some of the things 
he said I think were his own words; it feels like they've left some truth in there. 

Alan: They have because, you sec. you must put truth in to tell a big lie. 

Alan: Akhenaton, as I say, had the irnage of the sun with the streamers coming down witll the ankh, 
or the cross at the end of each one, and it was avnilable for anyone to take, you sec. '(nat's the 
difference because all the other priesthoods tl1at existed just prior to him kept everything secret and 
therefore it was only for the elite. 

Jackie: Only for the elite and we're discovering that the mysteries arc nothing; I mean they are 
everything because it's ancient knowledge that bas been kept (rom the people; the truth. So it is 
everything but really, to me, it is such a relief to know that that's all tJ1at ihe mysteries are, because 
that knowledge is there for all or us. 
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Alan: lt"s there for all of us. 

Jackie: But \\C have to have an eye to see. We have to have an car to hear and we have to have the 
desire tO know the truth \\itJt in our hearts. 

Alan: !think you said it: it"s a desire to know. the desire. It's a strong desire and if you rum off the 
TV and sit and think about it then you will start finding reality. I mean we're being conned right up 
to rhis minute; conned. 

Jackie: I think Demetrius is calling. 

Demetrius: I' ve got so much to say and the more you talk and the more I li sten to more of this and 
the more qu<.-stions I ha,·e. When I was listening to him talking abom the different esoteric lessons 
or things that the egyptians have in a phi losophy. I can sec more of what the Bible says that Christ 
and the promises about him in the Old Testament were shadows of things to come, which was him, 
and but I wanted to ask if you',·e C\'Cr heard of this book by Elisabeth Clare Prophet, The 
Forbidden Mysteri<'S of Enoch: Fallen Angels and 1he Ori~ins c~( Evil? · 

Alan: Enoch is basically the same story as you' ll lind in one of the Egyptian stories. Look up 
lmhotep. lmhotcp was the wise man who supposedly gave them t11c ability to build in Egypt. It's the 
same story as Enoch. 
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Jackie: llcrc we are going through all of these traditions and rituals; the Celebration of L i ght~. 
l love putting lights up all over the house at Christmas time; 1 just love decorating the house and 
\~Tapping presents and listening to Christmas carols. Some of the carols are so beautiful. Maybe it 's 
a very appropriate time of the year that we' re doing this series. What were you saying about the 
celebration oflights? 

Alan: Yes. in Northern l~gypt there was a place called Suis. Often it's spelled S-U-1-S, and Utat was 
the name ()f the winter festival lor Osiris: the people used to come on a pilgrimage to the nonh and 
the festiva l was Jed by monks or priests; it was called the festival of lights. You had d ifferent 
processions going around the temple so the who le place was lit up mtd they had thei r own hymns 
that they sang to Osiris. bas ically a mid-winter sort of festival; it was at about this time lof the year.] 
The name Suis they even 5tuck into the movie llighlander 11. they even had the people being cast 
down from the plane t Zeiss to Earth where they had superhuman powers and had to finish this 
eternal battle. 

So basically, they tell us the same slOry of Satan anti Cain and Apoll ion; it's all the same 
story o f being cast down and they' ve even used the terminology for Suis, (and of course Suis, when 
the nobil ity lived in Greece and came to Egypt for instruction for hundreds of years , they transferred 
tlte name Suis to Greece and it became Zeus, so it's the same name transferred down and dovm anti 
clown to U1c present day.) We watch these things as fiction a nd yet the natures of tl1ese movies are 
also steeped with the m1cient, not history, but real ity of the past because we're given stories. They 
have history and archives; these places where history is stored are called archives; in an arc (ark). 
they' re stored in a secret spot. 

Jackie: How do you know so much? 

Alan: [Laughs II think basically that cvcrytl1ing I've been to ld since I was a kid fell into place, but 
in a different perspective. When I'd go to school, you were a very good boy if you repeat after the 
teacher A-B-C-D, and if you Jearn your histOiy from your teacher, who has learned it in the same 
model, who is no wiser than you. Everybody down tJu·ough 1.he ages keeps repeating the same 
things and if you're a good little boy, you get a gold star ou the report card and i.f you·vc got a H"l 
you get a s ilver star and aU this kind o r thing. But bas ical ly it's because we don ' t know the 
meanings of words. We purposely haven't been told them and purposely lanJ,'tlnges have been 
changed (even Engl ish has had four maj or chaJ1ges in a thousand years,) to camouilage, because if 
you knew the old languages, even of your own tongue you would start to connect different things 
and of course they'd have none of that. Oxford, which has been the center for all language change 
for the English s peaking people have been doing this for a thousand years and tl1cy literally create 
whatever language for English is appropriate to the period. 

Jackie: \\'bat about the Oxford Press? 

Alan: The Oxford Press takes their orders primarily from All Souls College within Oxford. Oxford 
is basically a whole tovm of colleges, d ifferent colleges, and in the center is Al l Souls College, 
where Cec il Rhodes went, that' s where Milner and many of his crew went and even Lawrence of 
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Arabia, when they crea ted the Young Turks lo stal'lthc lirst World War in the Middle Gast and they 
created the young llalians and that was led by Man.ini . Lawrence ol' Ambia was from All Souls: he 
mentioned it in his book called 77w Sel'l'lll'illars of Wisdom: it's very Masonic. very occult. hidden. 
but if you understand the language. you'll see. lie was a homosexual. tall, blond, blue-eyed: he 
liued in very well with that crew, he even talks about it himself in his book. But his job was to go 
out and foment revolutions all over the Middle East :md at the ~m11e time Britain would be lighting 
those countries eventually tiS happened in the First World War. They went to war with Turkey: he 
had his own young Turks creating chaos wi thin Turkey itself. or the Ouoman Empire, as they called 
it then. 

So, All Souls College is the key to it. and it isn't simply a place where you graduate from. 
You keep going back and back and back all through your life. Irs the core of cvery thiog that 's 
happcuetl in the last thousnnd years in the world. and you can actua lly trace it from it~ found ing. It 
was founded by a Scottish princess about 1000 A.D .. and they even called it Oxford because that 
\vas the sign of the sun going over the river Thames in that area. The ox was fording: it was arcing. 
a ford is also another crossing. If sa Masonic term. ll1cy actually still call it today. and you cao find 
this in most books if you look up Oxford. that the river Thames r which nlnS through I Oxford , righ t 
there where it runs through the town is acwally called the Isis. So you have Osiris going over the 
Isis, in n:ality. Yet when it was founded it w;1s staffetl by the top Catholic priests in Europe and they 
were in collusion with all the other universities that they founded at the same time in Paris and 
Gcm1aoy and all over. ll1ese priests, these professors who were also priests, traveled from one 
university to the other and did courses. 

Jackie: You mentioned that Scotland was very much in the forefront. You mentioned f fi)!.hlander. 
the movies. not the series, but the movies: you were giving some of the symbology. 

1\lan: Yes. You sec in about the I 700's, they made another shift. ;mother par~djgm shift. they love 
these pnradigm shirts. P:~radigm liternlly means th~t you turn everything over. So you had the 
middle :1gcs .. . 

Jackie: A new paradigm. they talk about that today with our education. 

Alan: Sure, and you had 1'l1e 771ird W(Jve [Alvin Tofficrl and all th is kind of stuff. which is all 
understood by the people at the top. Scotland has many place names frorn the Middle l~a.<;t , and as 
far back a$ I've ever gone you have the same ancient names. Now some of them arc from Egypt, 
some of them came down from Phoenicia, some of them are from what's now called U1e Holy Land. 
But it's a vast array from that whole region. They have a range of mountains called the Ochil Hills 
and in the middle the highest mountain is called Dumyat. Now in Egypt you have in the north, near 
Sais in fact, you have the same mountain range, called the Ocles Mountains and the highest one is 
called Dumyat. Now this is impossible to be a coincidence, and y.:t as far back in history as I can 
go, I c~n · t find whoever named it or when, it always was called that. So whenever they people who 
are now called Scots moved in. they took this knowledge with them and tbey named places aller it. 
You have the Island of Lewis, which is just Levi, you see. You have the Hebrides, which is the 
!Iebrewdcs, and you have Kintyre (Mull of Kintyre,) where Paul McCartney now lives. Now up 
until the bcgi rUJing of th is century Kintyre was called Cain and Tyre, Tyre from Phoenicia and the 
name Cain was spelled as Cain, C-1\-1-N. Now they've changed it to K-A-1-N aod Tyrc, to confuse 
it and that was only done this century. 
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Jackie: When ~ ou mentioned Paul McCartney. according to The Commiuee of Three Hundred. by 
John Coleman. the Rea ties were brought O\'CT here to begin the fast change. 

/\ ion: Yes. Tl1cy were one of them. They actua lly were designed to get more o f" the midd.le class 
kids. especially. 

Jackie: Yes. Did they know it? 

/\ion: Oh. yes. absolutely. l11ey never wrote one song of their own. 

Jackie: That's what John Coleman said in his book. 

/\ian: PauJ McCartney still admits that he can't wri te a note of music and none of them could, and if 
you listen to the songs you have these kids writing songs like !'eslerday and so on. Now these nre 
songs that a middle-aged guy would write. Of course, that's exactly who did iL It was a friend of the 
Queen. he was a c lassical orchestra composer. He held the rights. by the way. the Beatlcs never held 
the rights to the songs: the composer held them right up until Michael Jackson bought them a few 
years back. 

Jackie: Remember the song Imagine? One world. imagine there arc no borders, no countries. 

Alan: Yes, that was Lennon. Of course, Pau l McCartney got his knighthood: he' s now Sir Pau l 
McCartney. Sir. anc r the s tar Sirius. And you know he's only one o f many because the whole 60s 
was purposc-m<Jde lor the paradigm shi ft. 

Jackie: You mentioned the tape that you wanted me to get Leonard ... ? 

i\lan: Cohen. Leonard Cohen, the priest of ihc lion. The albunl is called The Future. It's full of 
imagery of .. . and it's mocking too, because they love to mock us, and we always pay to get mocked, 
that's what amazes me. 

Jackie: You said that when we light up our houses at Christmas time they laugh at us. 

Alan: Oh yes, even for entertainment we go pay to get scared. thrilled. or whatever, and they profit 
off it and they laugh all the way to the bank. They're laughing because you don't get what they're 
r.:ally telling you. 

Jackie: Well, tell us brieny about Leonard Cohen. 

i\ lan: Leonard Cohen. llc was born in Canada and Cohen again is, of course, a common enough 
name, but Coen is the Jewish name for priest. Leonard is just the lion, from the lion. He sung a 
whole range of songs in the late 1960's and into the 70's: Suztlnne and others are ful l of ancient 
mystery themes. and religious themes all through it. 

Jackie: Does he write his own songs? 

Alan: 1 think from the accolades he gets he must have. because I've seen talk show hosts generally 
not scared of anybody, literally almost groveling when they get this high priest on their show and 
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when he doesn't want to ~1 nswer a question he j ust s:1ys, " I'm not going to answer." and U1ey blush 
and tum colors and they are very sorry, grovel, grovel. So, I'm sure he does [write his own songs. I 
He's well steeped in the meanings of what has been and what's to come. 

Jackie: So you told me that there were songs in this album The Furure, that probably we' ll be able 
to recognize some o r the symbology since you 've been clueing us in here. Then you men tioned 
wJjckey Mouse; 1 know I' m jumping :111 over the place ... 

Alan: Yes. Mickey Mouse literally was a linle mouse. a Jiule character in the beginning that 
developed into the little magician with his lin lc wise man's hat on, with the signs of the moon and 
lhc stars. 

Jackie: Yes. and his wand. 

Alan: He has the wand from holly wood, and holly wood is the traditional wood. which the so­
called Caliphs used in Britai n. ·n,ey hod the staff ini tially of the holly wood. which li terally means 
the holy wood. 

Jackie: In other words. they used wood of the holly tree? 

Alan: Yes. It wa~ the holy wood. llolly is the Old F.nglish name, before Middle Engl ish. which, 
Midd le English is King James' type of' language. In the old language holly was holy; thot was hi)W 
they pronounced holy back then and they gave the name to the holly tree when they came in 
because it still bloomed from the sun even in the mid-winter. It was an evergreen. They created the 
staff out of the holly wood and eventually it's shortened until they ha,·e a short version. We even 
see sergc~ms carrying them under their am1s by tradition. That's where that came from, the little 
wand, a rod, too. It 's o rod where you hit rcople like the pharaohs did. 

Jackie: I found it interesti ng that one of the symbob of Christmas. or this period of time, is the holly 
leaf and the berries. the holly wreath. 

Alan: Yes. One of the songs they always sing in Bri tain, and in Canada, is The 1/o/lv and rhe hy. 
because the ivy again was a magical symbol of vining round a tree and you have the two symbols in 
your congress, a pillar on each side of the speaker. Then you have the halfmoon or the nasi going 
around towards the speaker where all the listeners sit. They ' ve got two pillars on each side of the 
speaker with the vine going around it. It· s the san1e symbology because a tree. when they came into 
Britain, they literally affiliated with a column or a post or a pillar. It's all architectural tem1inology 
and the Romans gave the name tO these priests and dryads li terally means trees, from dryad, from 
tl1e ancient Anglo Saxon. So they ca lled them the people of the dryads. the trees. 

Jackie: You mentioned the Beast 666 and Aleister Crowley. 

Alan: Oh yes. i\lcister Crowley was a Lop Freemason in the Scottish Rite and the Grand Order of 
England and he was a lso a top Freemason within the French version of the same tl1ing. tl1e Grand 
Orient de France. 

Jackie: When we were talking about Christmas and the holly berry. did you quote something he bad 
said, because I wrote down the Beast 666; is that a book he wrote?

Alan: lie 'note a book. He called himself the Beast 666. lie had 666 tattooed on his forehead, on 
his bald head. lie himself mocked it because they don't believe in the betL~t as such, you sec. 

Jackie: In the Bible. in Revel(ltions. it says that it shall be the number of man.

I 
Alan: ·n1e number of his name. In Chaldcan and in llebrew. for every letter in the alphabet, you I 
have a number. So, if you simply use that and then I whoever] comes along. if you want to play 
games you, can just go through, 'could it be so and so.' you look down the a lphabet and pick the 
nwnbcr. In fact. the Chaldeans were used by al l the nations around about them as decipherers 
because they would \\Tite letters and numbers; each number representing a letter and they'd have 
another Chaldean where they were going who would decipher it. So if it falls into enemy hands. 
they couldn't reud it, it wa~ in numbers. So that came into the l.lebrcw too and through the Talmud, 
and that's that. 

Jackie: What did 666 mean? 

A I an: I haven' t looked it up: I haven· t the key to it. 

Jackie: I took you off the conversation about The 1/ighltmder [series of mO\·ies.] 

Alan: Oh, yes. Thr llif(hlander was interesting because the first movie begins on the west coast of 
Scotland where you have an in let from the sea and supposedly the first castle bui lt just of'f the 
mainland by a few hundred yards. and you've got a bridge going across to the mainland. It' s a stone 
bridge and it's a kept up place; it's called Eilean Donan Castle. 

Jackie: Ts that a real place? 

Alan: Oh yes. That's where the Lord of the Isles, as they called him. came into Scotland. The movie 
starts oil' there and then through various means he finds out that he 's immortal; he can't be killed, 
its symbology really. lie can ' t he killed, in reality the line simply lives on through your o l'f.<pring. 
But in the movie they did take the heads [when they killed I the ir opponent. another immortal. (by 
taking the head.) The Gaels, when they came all the way through Europe and then into Britain. had 
what they called the Cult of the Head and the Skull: they would have the flesh taken off the skull 
then they would have alcoves cut out of stone pillars and they would put these skulls in them, so 
they revered the skulls of their ancestors. 

But, if you can jump from there. we can go back into Sumer, because the Sumcrians did the 
same thing. They actually have dug up loL~ of skulls where they actually even put on clay over the 
face of the skull to reshape how the relative had looked. So they had this fascination, which when 
you know the whole story you see the reason I was that I it wasn't so much a wor~h ip of just the 
skulls: people were literally bred from the beginning and they were very proud of the features they 
were given through inbreeding. In fact, one of the Sumerian· s prayers, in a place they called Enlil 
(they're called the people of Enlil) this little town in Sumeria, they said, --Thank you for making us 
the dark-haired people." or the black-headed people. meaning the dark hair to di fferentiatc them 
from other people round about them. by giving them whi te skin: that's pmt ofU1e prayer. 

So when we jump from there to yesterday's talk where we actually talk about how these 
people moved out in ships and used the same techniques, creating a pen wherever they went. as 
they're docking at the key and tying up to the capstone; these are all Masonic tenuinologies, again. 
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·n,ey would bring the people into the customs and they would be penned in and from there they 
were acrually selected. or pulled out So. people definitely have been bred for their features, which 
were very, very important. even to the Sumerians. 

Jackie: Well. they don' t look very nice. for example Queen El izabeth. I don't mean to be 
derogatory, but she looks kind of like a horse. 

Alan: llcr daughter's worse. 

Jackie: Well. that's what I'm saying. for their features. I don't find many of them very atlr'.tctive at 
all. 

Alan: Well, you know, I' ve heard the saying that a master tend~ to look like his pet. I think Princess 
Anne, because she horse-cra?:y. begin~ to look like one when she smiles, you know. They've been 
so inbred that their features arc ... 

Jackie: They're losing it big-time. 'lbcy're going to have to get some new blood aren' t they? The 
blood of the peasants? · 

Alan: That's also called new life. Life is in the blood. 

Jackie: Anyway. getting back to the movie. you went into the second movie, Hip,hlwuler II. 

Alan: Yeah. well, that's when they changed. or give you more of the beginning of the story to find 
out how they were immortal in the first place. 'll1ey usc the expression. at least they used the excuse 
that they had been cast do\\·n from a pla11et called Zeiss because they had been rebels. and of course 
when you watch th..: movie you don't understand this. You enjoy the movie and you think these are 
really good guys but then you see it from another point of view. They're cast down to Earth to carry 
on their ctemal battle here towards the Great Work. which is the finale until there's only one main 
branch of these people left, one line. 

Jackie: That's their plm1. right? 

Alan: Basically. You sec their plan in many. many movies. I' ll give you an example of how we 
have the wool pulled over our eyes, right? Here's a very good example. People love to be fascinated 
and after they've been lascinatcd they' ll actually die for what they believe and yet you can educate 
somebody and once you've educated them. they won't go and die for it. But they will go and die for 
what they believe. So there· s knowledge: knowledge versus belief. 

Jack i c: Tile truth wi II set you free. 

Alan: Yes. We find this all through history and this crew who survived two previous catastrophes 
are well aware of man and his psychology. They have every anthropology book written today and 
there arc thousands of them studying man ond I'm sure they have many more from the past. But 
anyway, here's an example with Art Bell, he's everybody's fiJVori te, he's mysterious, he gelS 
everybody's hackles up and they can go "ooh" and "aah." I've listened to about two or three of his 
shows and people phone in and take his lead, and I'm sure if he said there's a UFO landing right 
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now. people would literally be jumping ouL~ide to sec if they can sec it. Thm's how he can literally 
hypnotize them into lhat stage. 

Jackie: We talked about this before, not Art Bell specifically, hut anybody today. with the 
controlled media, who is syndicated on 400 or better 1\M and FM programs ... 

Alan: ... and internet and all the rest of them ... 

Jackie: We had be tter know that they' re not saying anything that the rulers don' t wan t tl1em to say. I 
hope I don't get sued for thaL I d idn't mention any names. 

Al:ln: You can't be sued. 

Jackie: I mean look at James Dobson. 

Alan: Oh I know, I know. He's teaching humanism. 

Jackie: So, go bock to where you were. 

Alan: The usual techniques Lthat arc used.) it's like Roswell. Out of nowhere come reporters saying 
something crashed at Ros\\ell, the govenunem is investigating. The government has a spokesman 
that makes a few comments. They aflirm it then they deny it. Now this is :1 typical techn ique 
because once they've admitted something, they've got you. you' re hooked. You're even more 
hooked, it' s the final tug on the fishing line. when they go and deny it. They must be hiding 
something, sec? That's d1c technique that's used. ll1ere was a space telescope going around Mars a 
few months ago. If you listen carefully you' ll sec the tech11ique and you'U sec how everybody is 
made a fool of. The thing is going around Mars, out come tbese photographs (suddenly they've got 
pictures of the moon lfromj before and the pyramids and all this nonsense. The fi1ce: there's a man 
in the moon) and then you have the same thing on Mars, again. out of nowhere, right? Then you 
have the usual thing. NASA won't confirm it or deny it. Then out comes the famous spokesman, 
with the experts coming on and every one of these UFO experts :1re UFOiogists and they're sort of 
government approved, aml they're all got big letters behind their namtl$ and they sound very 
important and they speak a lot of gobbledygook. They get all these callers from all over the world 
hooked on them and phoning in and they've done it over nothing. Here's the story now. /Jere is tile 
S/OJy. I'll tell you the story and I'll tell you one tl1at was thousands of years old. The tiling is going 
around Mars, the pictures came out and the site on Mars, where it came out was Cydonia, and Art 
Bell said why they don't go in for a bellcr look? Now they had this nonsense all over the tabloids. 

Jackie: They even had a press conference in Washington, DC. 

Al:m: WeU here. listen to this now. because nobody has pointed this out. So. at the same time that 
this happened. Art Bell was saying, •· ts there anybody from Phoenix?" lie says "Anybody from 
Phoenix phone in because I hear there's UFOs all over Phoenix." Now. Listen to this, in Phoenicia, 
where the word Phoenix comes from, the capitals. they had two capi tals, one was caiJed Tyre and 
the other one was called Sidon as in Cydonia. So, they had this thousands of years ago. and he ties it 
in and he gets UFOs all over Phoenix from this place on Mars that's called Cydonia. 1 mean irs a 
big, big joke. He knew it was a joke because be must know; sure, he's aU over the Middle East. He 
must know that one of the capitals of Phoenicia \V'dS Cydonia or Sidon. So, there's the whole world 
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being fooled and litera lly because they don 't know. They don 't know that that was one of the main 
places in Phoenicia. 

Jackie: Well. lhe thing is that people want to kno". Alan. 

Alan: They want to bclic,·c, not to know. 

Jackie: Well , they want to l>clicvc more than know. Remember wben they had the press conference 
about the Mars rock? 

Alan: Oh yes. Well. read the book which really cxroscs all of the Mars rocks (they've had thc111 
going back I SO years by the way. wilh the same story.) This probably shows that li lc originated on 
Mars. In the book called In the :\lind~ of Men: Durwin and the Nl!w World Order. by flan T. l 
Taylor. he docum<:ms all this stuff going back a hundred and filly years, and they 're all hoaxes. by 
the way. 

Jackie: Well, .I have a video tape of the guy thnt was doing the press conference. AI least he was 
involved in th is thing with Art Rdl. l have a video tape o f him speaking· before the United Nations. 

Alan: Yes, yes. yes. Oh yes. I mean, I think it was Gocbels who said when you're going to tell a lie. 
tell a big one. That's what they've always done and the more experts they pull out in front of the 
people, (it' s the people who have tO be convinced) the more experts they pull out, who talk 
nonsense to them, you don't understa nd what they ' re talking about. 

Jackie: r,·c noticed this with the United Nations. I' ve got a lot of their documents and books. right 
from them. They talk about their groups of experts. They call them experts and we believe they're 
experts. 

Alan: Yeah that's what Bemand Russell says . ··we shall create a world run by experts until a 
mother won't even know ho" to change her child ldiapcrsj without an expert ... 

Jackie: That 's rigbt. When we were talking about The Highlander the other night. you happened to 
mention Swr Trek. Well. I was a Trckkie, it was all make believe but I was real ly loving making 
believe wi th Captain James T. Kirk. I remembe r making a s tatement when I saw the movie Alien. I 
sat there criticizing the captain o r this ship lin Alieni beeause the people kept leaving and getting 
picked o li and l said "Captain Kirk would never let them do that!" and I always said that if I ever 
went on u spaceship that he'd bave to be the captain. 

Alan: Yes. Spock is Lhc perfect man which they 're aflcr. Vulcan was the name of a god. again, who 
was cast down, (that's another vers ion of Satan or Cain actually, who has become a master and 
taught all of the people on Earth the sciences of metalworking and medicine, et cetera,) and the 
planet, or the god was cnllcd the Vulcan. Therefore they gave tbis perfect man who was like the 
scientists because the perfect man had little or no emo1ion. 

Jackie: Right. he wasn' t quite perfect because he wasn' t full Vulcan and th;tt was his appeal. 
beeausc every now and then he'd smile and he showed some emotion. but you mentioned James T. 
Kirk. J. T. K ... 
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Alan: It's Knights of the Temple of Jerusalem. 

Jackie: I I' you say it backwards, JTK. James T. Kirk, knights of the Temple of Jerusalem. So what 
was Star Trek al l about, just more symb(l logy? 

Alan: No, no. The fi rst series was to get kids hooked on it and also to get us to accept what 
eventually will come down the road, which of course wi ll be people going in to space, but again, like 
in every religion, it's only the chosen or the pulled out ones who will go. The rest, in reality. like 
every religion again , will perish. That's been the p lan. You can read H.G. Wells who was another 
member of the club of Madame Blavatsky, which is Theosophy. He \¥TOle over twenty boob of 
non- fiction, (on ly a tcw were fiction,) and he wrote out fiction to try and get the points across to 
people that in the end they'l l drive and drive humanity so fast to produce, but to produce special 
things which eventually will be a craft which would en;~ble them to go into space to search out new 
homes. 

ln ancient limes in Sumeria. Babylon and Egypt they knew by thousands of years of 
observation that eventuaLly, you see, stars do eventually blink out. A star is a sun, we go around the 
sun. and one day tltis sun simply won't be shining anymore. 

Jack ie: So it' s a given lharthei r whole realm of consciousness is based on the physical. 

Alan: Only theirs, too . 

Jackie: So, we talk about the mysteries, the knowledge that bas be.en kept from the people. l don' t 
get it that these people really know. 

Alan: Oh, they know. 

Jackie: But lww? They don't know! Or else they would know tltat the physical existence 1S 

i llusi onarv. . -
Alan: Yes, but it's also important or it wouldn' t be happening. All religions have tended to make 
you think, "I'm saved.'' which is a big lie because you won't be. You' ll be left behind. 

Jackie: Well, no. Saved, that means we get to go to heaven when we die . 

Alan: The 01igin of heaven, if you take Holland you' ve got lleuven, if you take Germany you' ve 
got Hafen, if you take Gaelic you' ve got Hefcn, again. lleaven is a haven, that's the old term for 
haven and a sailor looks for a safe haven. When these gods, these priests, these special people went 
up w "their mountains, where they lived in tunnel~, you see, portals, or gates, they went up into 
heaven [inaudiblel "and many will come but few will be chosen". In the ancient times, when they 
wanted to cull the population, they simply didn't tell them they knew the nood was going to occur 
and the ne:,:t morning the people down below were simply gone.lt'U happen again but in a different 
fashion. 

Jackie: But, it isn' t important. I hear what you're saying- it 's important or it wouldn' t be happening 
but... 

Alan: The physical wouldn't be happening if il wasn't important. 
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Jackie: W<:il, I understand thot. But given that we arc spiritual beings inhabiting physical bodies, if 
they know the tmth they would know that and Steve Jacobson said this, that the mind is the gateway 
to the soul and so that if they can keep people in the dark and keep people believing that everything 
thars important- that the only existence. is this physical existence, and then they can get contro l of 
your mind where you can't think. you can't reason. You can lose your way. 

Alan: You can lose perhaps your existence in a way. The mind can become self-destructive. You 
can destroy your 0\\,l spirit. 

Jackie: That's what I was wondering. Is that possible? 

Alan: It's very possible. 

Jackie: That our spirits could actually be destroyed. My belief is that what God creates is ete rnal 
and if God created us as spiritual beings. and we arc spiritual be ings that that spiri t could never be 
extinct or destroyed. 

Alan: /\gain, a ll we can take is what we do know and what we do know is that we do exist. We do 
know that every person owes it all to Lheir ancestors from way back and perhaps you're !cuing 
everybody who went before you clown not to usc your life to expose this, and for the ones to come. 

Jack ie: Uxposc it for wlm? 

1\lan: Because there has to be a reason lor being here in the fi rst place, apart from simply working 
your butt ofT to get an clastic dollar. There bas to be a re3l;on. I think the reason is, at lc3l;t, at the 
very least, to gain consciousness. It's like coming out of under the road. It's what they do. It's like 
coming through a manhole cover and into the light. ll1ey arc keeping that from everybody e lse, you 
sec. 

Jackie: They're keeping Jesus· message from everybody. 

Alan: Well tl1cy usc it. ·n,ey use it. What they want you to believe is that you're saved, that's line. 
Pacify the people. ll1ey can si t back and they'll tl1ink they're saved. and when you read the Rible 
from their point of \'iew, because thaf s why tl1ey still have a Bible in all Masonic groups and 
meetings and all that. you sec a different ~tory. You see a different story. You see, they're the ones. 
and of course, even down tl1rough Freemasonry they themselves arc on a need-to-know basis so 
e\·en most of them arc going to get the chop eventually as well. you know. 

Jackie: Thcn;'s a movie out called The Devil·s Advocate. 

/\Jan: 'l11e De\•il'.1· Advocclfe. 

Jackie: AI Pacino and Keanu Reeves. It's a story about someone who goes to work for a lawyer and 
finds out that he's working for the devil. At the end of the movie be says that the devil makes a 
pitch about why you should fo llow him and he goes on to talk about how mean God is and that he 
sits up tl1crc and he points his finger and you get dead or you get blind. You know that he's here to 
help us to get everyth ing we want; there are many people who question God because God seems so 
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cruel:. that's how they've made God out to be: a monster who would tell Abraham. who waited ~ 
hundred years to have his fust child, take him up there on the mountain and ki II him and tl1en 
Abraham goes up to kill his son and when God ~ays you don ' t have to do it. I j ust wanted to see if 
you would. If l believed thai story, l would not want anything to do with that god. But 1 knew that 
wasn't [true.) When I read it, 1 was fiJ\een years old 1 said, no, because that i~ putting human 
features and nature, hu111at1 characteristics. 

Alat1: It's at1 Oriemal tyrant you ' re seeing. 

Jackie: I'm going LO watch that movie and I thought you might be interested in seeing it We have 
got to get off this merry-go-round and ... 

Ahn: Awake. You know. because we're caught in a spin. 

Jackie: It is, it's a spin, it's a merry-go-round and you mentioucd that Jesus' message was so s imple. 
to love, to forgive, to get along wi th each other and tl1en in his time be was the rebe l because he was 
exposing all of the ir lies. 

Alan: Yes. Jesus never ever said make a particular church out of me. He was speaking to the 
individual at1d if the individual gave things away when somebody needed it wiU10u t a thought, 
without any kind of thought in doing it, then he could aever be used by those who create order, you 
know, the ones who said that they even created order in the first place, in order to use us. 

Jackie: Well, like you said, they took all of those (lld ancient stories, myths. U1e pagan goddess 
worship and they pasted it onto Jesus. and today in our churches, the Catholics arc taught that they 
can' t cven get to Jesus without g()ing to Mary first. 

Alan: You have to have a priest when you're dying. 

Jackie: Oh yes, so that you can will all of your property to the church. 

Alan: Or you ' II go to purgatory. 

Jackie: Yes, if you 're rich enough you get out of purgatory fast because the more you pay, the more 
they pray. 

Alan: That's exactly what the Egyptians priests d id too for the people, exactl y the same thing. The 
technique has never changed. We're more afraid of the life to come than the one that we're living 
in; we're more afraid of what's going to happen afterwards. 

Jackie: Bccm1se there ru·c so many people who believe that we arc not spiritual beings at1d that there 
are these certain spiritual beings, these fallen angels who came down here to earth to give us helL I 
believe that there are many people, Christians, who really are afraid o r death, because they don 't 
know where ·'the hell they're going." 

Alat1: Exactly. 

[Jackie reads the previously cited Mandela quote.l 
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Alan: Yes, tlmt was taken from Gandhi. after he was scm out from Oxford. l!'s been used before. 
People arc dying off more now in Africa than !hey ever did before of AID . IMandela] just 
admincd on !he news today that live hundred white senlers have been killed by some of !he mobs 
tltat arc being sent out and he said that he might look into it. according to !he CBC here. So, you 
know. words 3re one thing but you have to usc your eyes and your logic to see !he other side, what's 
real ly happening. 

Juckic: What do you want to taJk about tomorrow? 

Alan: I' ll talk about one word and I'll give you two stories out of it. 
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.Iackie: ,\II this you didn't know forever, all your life, did you? 

Al:m: I suspected it. 

Jackie: Where d id you come Ji·om Alan'? I Laughing] Did you come from Mars? 

Al<m: Oh, from where everybody cl ~c did. I just real ized when I was very young that even in school 
certain questions would rankle tbe teachers. and if they weren' t able to answer you they got angry 
with you. rather than simply tell you they didn't know. I learned pretty quickly just to parrot what 
was gi' en to get good marks. 

Jackie: Well, I can say that that was not the way it was for me. I got good grades in school but I was 
not a genius so I think maybe this seems to you that it would be second nature to a child and I 
woukl say that the majority of us have taken a long time coming to this. 

Alan: I think I'd respond to that by ~aying that most people have the capGci ty, it just that literally 
the method of teaching with the conditioning process [inaudible] there arc the few that squeak 
through. I can remember even when the moon landing was going on, at the time I was in what you'd 
co li the Junior Grade School; I was twelve years of age. I remember asking the tea~ her tl1e next day, 
because she wus having a conversation about it and everybody was into the sci-fi of it and so on. I 
asked, "Well, why did the llag wave in the wind, because there·s no wind on the moon." She sort of 
glared at me and. "'What do you meanT I said, " Well, I saw that flag fluttering in the breeze, you 
kno\\'? 'l11crc 's no 'vind on the moon:· She got rather angry and upset. There was a scene in some 
movies \\here a robot would go into a sort of stuck motion where it goes back and forth in the same 
spot. Well, humans do the same thing. when you've just pointed out a fact that they've seen 
themselves, but they haven't consciously acknowledged, because it goes against what they've been 
getting as reality. 

Jackie: JSome people listcnJ to this information and say, "I know it's true. I know it's rrue." They 
h!lw all kinds of reasons why we have the same story with the b irth. death and resurrection of Jesus 
and all kinds of reasons why we know this was real even though those in the post were phony, and 
that the King James' version of the 13iblc is the true vers ion. This is from people who are very 
intelligent and very much wanting the truth . what Jthey say) is tl1at God wi ll not let us tamper with 
his word so therefore the Bible cannot be tampered with, and I've pointed out that we have at least 
thirty versions of the Bible out there right now. but they say it' s the King James version that's true. 
So everything that we·vc been talking about that they've been hearing there' s been this little hole 
that docsn 't hear. 

Alan: The King James Version came out in response to the Geneva version, which had been pUI out 
by the dissenters who left Scotland and England and Europe and went to Swir..ccrland and the 
Genevn version is more accurate according to the deeiphem1ent of the various Latin scriptures and 
Greek scriptures. 
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Jackie: Do you ha,·e a copy of the Geneva Bible'! I have a copy of it. if it" s a true copy. and l"ve just 
checked verses at random. J have not found that much of a difference except the way they do their 
F' s and their s·s that make you crazy. But it was the notes along the side; well! can't say that! read 
word for word and compared, but I wonder if the notes along the side had any bearing. 

Alan: They did because. you sec. this takes a little bit to explain. but it"s very important for people 
to undcrsl:lnd. llumanity goes through an era where whatever they were given at the beginning of 
thei r era is a creation; it's an architectural creation. It's a church. if you like. It's built ... 

Jackie: /Ire you talking about all of the eivili7ations as they are ann ihilated and begin aga in? 

Abn: Yes. !Is long as we have our history going back six thousand, ten thousand years. basically. 
and this is according to Freemasonry. This gives you a clue as to how it works. and it"~ also in the 
Talmud. Freemasonry: in masonry itself. stone masonry. they would build the temple, regardless of 
what country or religion. they would build the temple and that temple would exist as a form of art 
wbieh would reflect the period that it was designed to produce. not past or present. hut to produce 
)the period) for that generation to come. It' s creating an era in advance. When the move, that vast 
shift had been achieved, tl1e same masons. or the decedents of them, .would then go in and they 
would remove the church, or the bui lding, stone by stone. So what they built up, and once it had 
achieved its purpose, tl1ey then took down. 

Jackie: You mean they were bujlt arch itecturally ;md symbol ical ly. 

Alan: In both ways. acntally. For each period. we've had we've had different styles in churches as 
well, and each one was to rencct the next move, and aerually it's a move towards total communism. 
re:ll ly. It goes from one country to the next and so on. They add more countries to it by the next era 
they're creating, the next paradigm shift. until they're all the same eventually and once they've all 
done their purpose then they'Ll all be removed symbolically and [in reality.) 

Jackie: Wouldn ·t the word socialism be more appropriate than total communism? 

Alan: It doesn't really matter because they're both one and the same. You see. this is how it works. 
Social i~m is a fu/.zy word because we're taught social, social values, et ceterQ; it's something you 
can relate to. even on a personal level. So you add ihe ism to it and you don' t rcnlizc it really means 
someth ing else. Socialism is a rule by ru ling e lite, an intellectual and scientific el ite. So th is is how 
they did the eras. In the middle ages. you have the creation of Dante's 1'!/'emo and llcll because 
they then could put lear into the people and they created big Gothic churches. They did it on 
purpose. They built them and they put ga rgoyles, these monster !~lees and griffins; grif'lins actually 
go right back to Babylon and they were the sign of the ruling class at one point. They put them up 
on the sides of the church and people would come up in awe of the building and tl1cre were no 
streetlights or anything so you were walking through woods and the forest and you were getting 
terri lied: you'd already heard the stories of demons in hell and so on. You come up tO this building 
and you see the light at d1c door with the arch on top. and you look above and you sec all these 
monsters outside the building and tl1en you would rush inside where you had peace and security and 
you had music and linlc choir boys singing and so on. You were completely conditioned, you were 
already set up from your journey from your home into the church. you sec; you were 
psychologically set up to get more conditioning. 
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Once. a hundred or two hundred years had passed, they took those churches down and gave 
a new style because they had changed humanity and the cullure of humanity and they created 
slender churches with very high spires and slender features and then they created art with a very 
effeminate Je~us who was rather starved. That was to symbolize that they were goi~ng to create a 
better society. more humane in a way. Yet, every stage of it is going to lead to the ve1·y beginning. 
where the serpent cats its tai l, because in reality, the end of where we' re going through, (the 
humanization of humanity) is an almost a robotic, a perfect man, the Soviet man, or Nazi man 
emotion is completely subservient to pure logic: logic will be supreme. That's the ultimate goal in 
all o f the writings. The Geneva ve rsion was one stage of a bui ld ing of a church, to knock down what 
they'd a lready used. which was the Roman Cathol ic Church. We must remember that Martin 
Luther was a Rosicrucian: you'll see that on almost all of the pictures in the Louvre in Paris. 

Jack ie: Martin L.ulhcr was one of their guys? 

Alan: Oh yes, he 's got the rose and the cross on his ri.ng finger. He was taught by Erasmus, another 
mystic old priest monk t11lor of the same time who went round all the universities of Europe. So 
what you do is you create out of your own body your opposite and that's what came out of the 
Catholic Church was its opposite. This is your thesis again, ;mel your am~ thesis. 

Jackie: You said a phrase, or a couple of words, the humani7.ation o f humanity, and what I heard 
when you said that. wbat1 thought, of is the loss of. .. 

Alan: Yes. Once you lose your ... you sec, emotion is part o fhtunanity . Wi thout emotion you leave a 
child starved in the street or even in your arms. literally. Emotion is a vital part of human nat11re. It 
makes us truly, not the communist humanist human, but truly hUJuan. 

Jackie: Or truly spiritual. 

Alan: Yes. It's all a combination, you see. But their version of humanism and humanitari anism ~is a 
completely different thing. 

Jackie: Ob yes it is. Do you remember Auguste Comte? He used the term Great Being, but 
1-ltu:nanity. capital H; Humanity is the Great Being, capital (j, capital B. Folks, I hope you' re 
bearing this and I hope you·re getting it because what Alan said to me, the humanization of 
humanity, th is is exactly what they're trying to do. 

Alan: They've been qui te dear about it. Their spokesmen have been very clear about it going right 
back into the middle I &OO's at least, and at that time, mind you, tJ1ey were ,,~·iting to their own and 
to their workers who were an upper midd le class who could read and write. Other people couldn't 
read and write all over Europe at that time. 

Jackie: Well. I took us off our original question about people who listen and hear and see that what 
you ' re saying is true. Many of our listeners are doing the research already and nobody ha~ refuted 
you, but even though it' s aU accepted and acknowledged, there' s that hole that everything is as it 
was, in other words [the Listeners sti.ll can't sec rhat) we are living in a big lie. What frightens me is 
that so many of our Christian f riends bel ieve that we are not spiritual beings. The spiritual beings 
are Jesus and Lucifer and all those bad guys who were cast down, but we're not spiritual beings. If 
that understanding and realization isn' t there lirst, where do you go? 
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Alan: Where you'll go is exactly "here you're led and that'll be over a cliff. [Laughs[ I should 
really give you a comparison to where we are today and what the elite think of us today. It doesn't 
maHer the country you live in, it's the same elite. and they·re well connected. Well cmme,·ted, they 
always have been. The earliest farcheologicalf find of a city they found in Sumcr. and one of the 
oldest civilizations. we're told that they've known about. is called <;:atal, that's thei1· cattle, and the 
symbol of the city is the cow's head, or the bul l's head, the same symbol that was pushed through 
Crete and vari ous other countries when this el ite spread out their nobility which cvcn1u:tlly ruled 
each country . Now it's called <;:atalboyi.ik on any map and boyiik is actually the Turkish name for 
tel. which mc~n1s it was built upon a previous civi lization. There were no pens for call lc found there. 
in this whole city. This was an administra ti ve city. It was the Washington. D.C. o f the 
Mesopotamian area. They have frescos on the walls where you sec hunting scenes where they go 
out hunting for birds and so on. just lor sport. Rut they called the people who they were 
administrating over, cattle, and thars why the capital where this administr::1tion lived was called 
<;a tal. 

Nothing has changed from that beginning to today. and I must stress this. people f.~ll for 
beautiful speeches all the time. I have to say that Americans arc more prone through the 
conditioning that they've had to beautiful speeches than probably pretty well any other country 
becau:;e every other cow1try has a long history and they're sick of nice speeches and the opposite 
happen ing, you sec. What we don' t get is that the technique of leaders gett ing up and making 
bcau ti ful speeches has bee11 used for as far back as you can go. Tacitus, who was~~ historian fo r the 
Roman am1y when 1.bey went into Brita in in 200 BC, gave a typical speech, coming .from his 
opponent. the tribaJ leader who was called Calcagus. supposedly. He put words imo Calcagus' 
mouth: o beautiful speech, and the speech that he gave was typical of what any o f the empires 
would usc when they were Laking over a peoples cournry. It's the same speech that was put into 
Chief Seattle in the States: the exact same speech. word for word. 

Jackie: Oh. in other words. they djdn't really do the same speech. but the same speech is attributed 
to them? 

Alan: ·1 hey always try to ponray ... you sec. there was no speech. Lit's what] conquering annies have 
;~lways done when they're creating nn empire, (and it's the same people who have moved right 
through history creating and collapsing the empires. even when it means setting another country 
against their own: they're already moved, you see.} There's no glory in telling the truth, and the 
truth i~ thm a bm1ch of peasants, poorly armcc~ probably with agricultttra l implcmcnL~. and you' re 
about to slaughter them, leading a wel l-trained. disciplined. well-armed army. All through histOry, 
the Roman army for instance, the Grecian army, the British army, always put into [the mouths of 
whomfthey might like to cal l the noble savage, a beautiful speech, because then it was a real figh t 
between real men, equally matched and all the rest of it, when in reality nothing was there to match 
what they had [to bring upon the conquered people. I 

Jackie: Like happened here with the American Indians. 

Alan: Well , that's the same speech that they put into the words of [Chief] Seattle. I mean word for 
word; it's a straight copy. It never happened. you see. The reality is they just went in there and took, 
and massacred anybody who wa~ in their way. That's the reality, but goi11g through your average 
school tCXl book, which are really meant for little children, or the minds of chi ldren, and the 
simplistic way we're given it, they talk about nobi lity and great battles and bringing civilization is a 
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big bu72 word. Every empire has used the same catch phrases and every battle was a glorious baulc 
because they were equally matched lighting these noble savages, not a bunch of skinny, underfed 
pcas<tnls just hanging o n, which was always the reali ty of it. But you can go back and sec the same 
speeches and tba t w:ts from the tradition that they {>rigin~ ll y used in the Rom<m Empire; they always 
gave their opponents these beautiful speeches before u baule. 

Jackie: Are you gcuing to a response to my question? The hole that people are staying in, or is that 
just tl1e way irs going to be for most people? 

Al:1n: Most people wi ll find it impossible to come out of conditioning. and daily life , because it's 
cooditioned for you. keeps you in that conditioning. You have to strive just to get by. 

Jackie: I seem to have come into this world as o ques tion. From my earl iest memories of lying in 
bed and talking to God, J was always aski ng him stuff. llaughsl you know he never answered me. 
Well. yes he has. I didn't hear a voice, butT have desired and thirsted for the truth, and I know there 
was instinctive knowing in me. For people who haven't even questioned, it must feel like !Jell. 

Alan: Yes. The ones who haven't even questioned probably will never question, you sec there's 
comfort in a comforter, like a baby·s comforter. 

Jackie: They call it bl iss ful ignorance. 

Alan: Yes. There's comfort in that. Whenever terrible cat(lStrophes have happened to people you' ll 
always see the ones spirilltally and physica lly closing down before other ones, you see. This is the 
way it happens witl1 people. irs like the teacher where you a~k a question and she literally goes into 
tbis bacl.:wards fonvards mode (lS her gears get stuck. You're telling them something you intuitively 
do know. You're questioning the rationality . or actually pointing out they do have some rationality 
and if they listen 10 they" II see what I'm talking about. But at the same time they· rc conditioned to 
ignore their own sensibilities, their own senses. which happens beginning when you're born. Your 
parents pass it on because they 've been conditioned. 

Jackie: If you're condi tioned to bel ieve that it' s sinli.•l to question, do you think that there's any part 
(tbe ho ly spirit is within oi l of us) somewhere wi thin them, IU1atl if they pray and they ask, no 
matter how much it feels huttful, "Please fatl1er I waut to know the truth and I want to understand," 
that could be broken through. couldn't it? 

Alan: It could be: there 's got to be a desire. 

Jackie: Yeah. of course. That's what I mean, I that someone could] pray and ask, and really listen 
and the tiniest liu le Oicker of recognition could open that door, couldn't it? 

Alan: It could. It could. Again, you have to have the capacity to stop right where you are, in your 
own time. Through your life. things weren ' t always this way. Each generation has been separated 
from the pre\'ious generation. so there 's no point in unity of life going back, you sec. That's been 
done deliberately in litis century, the splitting of the family. Yet, it's only by the ability to go back. 
that can you bring yourself not just to where you really arc now. truly are. but the ability to go into 
the future and see where you're all heading. 
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Jackie: Well. as an example of lww !\)Ugh I know it is we' ll use Clcorge Washington. I wanted to 
hang onto the thought that George Washington was good in his he:.trt and was doing good for his 
sake. and for the sake of the people. 13m then I found om that he was a Freemason and then I 
[justified it by saying] but he didn't anend the lodge meetings. 

A !on: Oh, he did. lie d id. 

Jackie: Well. I had read that he didn't and then I saw the lcller that he supposedly wrote that warned 
his lodge brothers about the infiltration of the !Uuminati and so I said. ""Sec. they weren "t part of the 
whole thing."" Now it appears that they were all a part of it. 

A lan: The whole part of it, although agrtin, it"s a compartmentalized process. lt"s the same as out o r 
the Catholic Church comes it's opposite because the Catholic Church had performed its goal. 

Jackie: Ah! Controlled opposition! We've talked about that a lot on this program. 

Alan: Yes. sure. If you look at a pyramid and you look from the top down, you've got fom s ides. 
Now if you see it from d0"'-11 on the ground the most you can sec at :my one time ore two. Oflen 
you· ll only have the symbol of the one side. You're told that you arc a member of the Scouisb Rite 
and you're fighting for this and for a better society. Across the other side of the pyramid, you sec. 
you have this other bunch and they're called the Catholics or Jesuits and so on. and Knights of 
Columbus and Malta. Well, each side con only guess that there are enemies over on the other side 
but in rea lity, there arc four sides to a pyramid: at the top is the controller. They' re all tools in 
creating a societal change. a paradigm shift as they call it. Only by contlict can you bring around 
this necessary change. Conflict is a method which has been used since the beginning of time to 
change society. So you must have at least two sides for any one conflict and preferably more. 

Jackie: Sort of the way they built the atom bomb. They had people working on certain parts o r it 
and these people did what they were doing; (now 1 don't know if this is true, but it sounds 
believable,} a whole bunch of people were working on different pans and there were very few 
people that actually knew that when those parts went together it was going to be an atom bomb. 

Alan: Yes, that's bas ical ly the technique. That's how it works. Though what you miss is another 
basic factor: a pyramid doesn't have fou r sides. 

Jackie: Did you just say that to throw us oiT. or what? 

Alan: No, I' m pointing out the obvious. It's got Ji ve. lt's got one beneath. You sec? If" you look 
down .from the lop yc>u'vc got the liJUr sides but you've also got a base on it. lCs the fi fth side, and 
that's what they've always termed the four main godli and the unseen god. That was the WlSeen god 
put in a symbolic form: ll1c base, you sec. 

Jackie: They're do ing everything. They' re trying to emulate creation in every single way, aren't 
they? 

Alan: Well yeah. they believe. in fact they truly believe, and in many ways arc not far \\TODg, that 
they have created society from ll1e beginning. They have created it in their fashion. It"s all been 
done by stealth techniques, societies, secret societies. Most of the guys who went lo Geneva, which 
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was a center base. by the way. or one of the centers. (they always have three at one time in the 
world) which was set up long before the Knights Templar came along. That eventually became 
their world bank after thC)' were. not really disbanded but made illegal; they went underground. So, 
they had a base in Scotland and one in Switzerland and right up till today that 's always been a main 
place for United Nations meelings, for the World Zionist meetings. The World Zionist meeting was 
held last February, ! think. in Basel. Swi tzerland. Most of the Zionists aren' t Jews. 

Jackie: Arc they Kl1azars? 

Alan: You'll get that mixture of them but you also have nobility from all over the planet. because 
%ion ism. as I say. is ultimately the same th ing as world communism or world socialism. Socia lism 
and communism didn't come ou t of Russia: they were invented in London. which was the ruler of 
the wealth and the mercantile wealth of the world at that time. It was a big banking institution, so 
communism was invented by the capitalists. Capital. the word capitalism was invented by Karl 
:\1arx. "ll1ere was no capitalism before him. There was a thing called free enterprise and the big 
difference is that capitalism does not w·.mt free enterprise. When Rockefeller, (Nelson Rockefeller) 
made his famous quote that competition was a sin. he wasn't being facetious. he was telling you 
what he really believed. that competition to them is a sin. Free enterprise has basically been done 
away with, and corporations will be the new type of feudal system which will ru le the planet. 
Carroll Quigley wTote about that in 7i·axedy tmd /!ope pretty well [taken I from their own records. 

Jack ie: You mentioned the five s ides to the pyramid and you just mentioned the number live that 
they usc: the live-pointed star. 1 thought that the live pointed star with a point down was their 
symbol. 

Alan: It docsn"t really matter. It originmcd when Osiris rose on the 19th of July every year, (that 
signaled that the rain waters had come do"11 from the mountain in Uganda, (where modern Uganda 
is.) then it travel northward to Egypt and when Sirius rose on the 19th . it had actually been rising 
for a couple of days before. It rises in the morning: the morning star. It's competing with the sun so 
you don't sec it [because of] the brightness of the sun until about the third day or so. then you can 
just sec it: the sun is higher so you can sec the star. So. it has always been symbolized as it rose, 
with its point going upwards. that's when it symbolized the white !.1ar and then when it was 
descend ing they have the glow against the horizon, so it's a reddish color, and it had the point going 
downwards symbolically and that was the sign of revolution. That was Satan being cast down. 
Thc1t"s where a ll these stories come from. That was the coming down to ca1th to create revolution, 
which is the necessary technique fi:Jr wo rld change, which is the ultimate plan fo1· what they ca ll tbe 
Great Work. You saw that in the so-called conflicts wi th Russia and the U.S. You had the whites 
down to feudalize lhc one and the reds down to feudalize tl1e otl1er. Russia was financed by London 
and the U.S. rmm the very beginning. 

Jackie: You also mentioned thai our Pentagon here in the United States is the core of tl1e five-sided 
star. 

Alan: Y cs. You sec. Masonry or armies are both one and the same thing. 

Jackie: What abom the six-sided star? 
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Alan: That's an added c lement. The other ones can be accounted for but the sixth one is basicall} 
the gods, those \\ilo rule. 

Jackie: Don't they call that the Star of f)a,·id'? 

Alan: It wns called names long before David. If you take the six-pointed star, lit represents] the one 
above and the one below. as they call it. You rule on the ofllcial level at the top. you rule by its 
opposite , which is whnl we call the underworld below. It is one pyramid facing up ;md il is one 
pyramid facing down. That symbol shows that you control both sides, well, basicaUy the people arc 
in the middle, you sec. So you follow all the rules, you fo llow all the guys with the su its and tics 
and the underground. the illegal. is also run by the same crew. the elite controllers on the other side 
of the law. It"s a connicttoo. 

Jackie: Is it a possibility that the symhology could he interpreted in another way too? You were just 
saying the top stor. you know and the bollom star. Wel l. it could literally symboli7.e bringing the 
spiritua l into the physical. You kno\\ \\hat I mean. and that's an interpretation. 

/\ I an: Yes. you read the wTi tings and you understand that the symbolog)• of what they say. in other 
words you sec another language all together. 

Jackie: Yes. Well. it's li!..e they use the number thirteen. and it dawned on me one day that Jesus, 
according 10 scriptures, had twe lve disc iples and he and his twelve would number thirteen. We've 
been born into making the sign of the cross at the number thirteen. Maybe it means nothing. You 
know what I'm saying? We pu t our own thoughts ond our own fears into something as simple as a 
symbo l that really means nothing. II only means something to Utcm. 

Alan: Oh yeah. But al so, mankind is a symbo lic type . or personal ity and because of our normalcy, if 
you like. knowing this type of thing. the ones who understand humanity have always used what 
might be called failings on their part, but it's nonnal , for us. Symbology and ritual we sec every 
day. Even simply meeting someone who is given some sort of tit le, most people won ' t look them in 
the eyes naturally; they won't meet their eyes. It was forbidden to look into U1c royalty's eyes, even 
in Britain, right up unti l the 1900. s. 

Jackie: Okay, but we have a tendency. I mean even with e lected officials, to thi nk that they're 
somebody much higher than us. I can remember the first time that I m.:t my state senator in Illinois. 
I was almost tongue tied and he wa~ arrogant as hell_ and rude. and looking around as we were 
t<tlking. It d idn't tnkc me very long to get real clear that elected officials. like you sa id. we're all the 
same. You know, they all usc the bathroom. 

Al:ln: Yes. That's right. if you jl.ISt picrurc someone naked in front of you with a pot belly, you 
know. and all the rest of it, you start to have a giggle to yourself and you can meet them at least 011 
equal terms. 

Jackie: Well, as a person, as another person. All we have to do is get the Senator or the Honorable 
out of the way. You know what! found out that works real well? I start using their first name right 
away. Just call them John or Joe or Doug. It j ust immediately gels rid of all that fonnaJity und that 
stiffness ond I'm getting us off the point here. l had a call today from a gentleman who asked me if 
you are Gnostic, atheist, agnostic or whatever. 
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Alan: I" m in no category at alL Why should 1 be in any category that somebody has created for me'? 

Jack ie: 1 said you believe in God but I asked why the question was asked, and he said it was because 
of your definition of heaven last night. I pointed out that it wasn't your defin ition. You were just 
showing where the word came from. 

Alan: Well, it depends what language you're speaking because in Eng,lish heaven c-omes from 
haven, haven meaning a safe place. When you' re in trouble you seek a safe haven; if you're at sea 
and it's stonuy you 'd try to gel to port l'or a safe haven. The tenu inology from sai ling int(J a safe 
haven is a lso used to describe where the high priests who lived in Crete and all o r the mountains in 
the Middle East; they've always lived in the mountains. That w;ts the haven and when they went up 
w the hole in the mounta in. the port, the gate, the arc with the top and they would go up to haven 
and over centuries it got changed to heaven. just to confuse us, and so that we woulcln ' t associate or 
begin to wonder or work things out. 

Jackie: So heaven is some place up there? 

A Jan: Well. that's actually why people always thought heaven was "up there," because it started 
with priests who would come down, mesmerize the people wiUJ simple tricks, they would reflect the 
sunlight, they would have collars behind, actually bowls or flat pieces of copper behind their heads 
and the sunl ight would reflect it on their head and that bc~ame the first halo. That word halo and 
hallelujab and so on and Helios all mean the same thing, it's reflection o f the sun. Their face would 
tum the gold color. The pharaohs eventually used this with the gold cobra headdress that came 
down past their ears. That also reflected the sun, turned the skin yellow. and they were called the 
son of god. With simple tricks for people who had no science at all. (this crew that li ved in the 
mountains and survived the previous cataclysm had the science !Tom the previous ages,) tbcsc 
simple tricks were used all down the eons to put a spell on people. They actually put a spell on 
people because ignorance sets you up to those with a bit of science. So heaven simply was a haven, 
some place that was safe. and up in the mountain during the flood it certainly was safe. 

Again, the changers of language, primarily Oxlord for the English language; the three major 
changes that they've completed there have almost lost the meanings and it isn' t unti l you think out a 
word, you go back and you see what it used to be and what was it before that that eventually it 
dawns on you th<tt we' re beiog foo led not j ust with one word. but witb so much of it, you know, so 
much of il. They've done it too in German and even Latin. There's old Latin and there's a more 
modem Latin, same in Greece. The same techniques have been used for thousands of years by those 
who could read and write, who were the priests and who kept all the knowledge to themselves. Now 
the language is changed simply through TV; the kids emulate the phraseology. We' re going towaJ·ds 
linguistic minimalism, which means that words are taken (rom the language and words are 
basically, eacb word is a symbol. 

Jackie: The fewer words you have, the less you can U1ink, because we think with our words. 

Alan: Yes. It becomes vague too, even to the person who is speaking, they can't get it across, and to 
the person who's listening they can't understand either. It' s not c lear enough. 

Jackie: Well, it reminds me of course of George Orwell's 198-1. ·n1ey kept updating. \v11at they kept 
do ing wa~, like you said, elimioating words from the vocabulary. 
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Alan: Until it got thinner and thinner. 

Jackie: Oh, and thinner and thinner. They had good, double good ... 

Alan: ... and plus good. 

Jackie: They had ungood too. There was no word bad. So they took probably fifty words that we 
can usc to describe good and bad and they turned it into one word. 

Alan: Y cah. Rccausc. you know, even with 13cll telephones they have specials on phone calls long 
distance to Canada. and nO\\ they have plus good. They used to have good, now they've got plus 
good. It's mocking. because I'm sure they knew where it came from. But it is happening and a kid 
today can hardly say a sentence without " like'· being in between every word. C'u lmre comes out of 
llollywood and people just emulate. The Nazis learned by mimicry, !he mimic. and that's the great 
tool, through fantasy on TV. 

Jackie: Yes. I wan t to remind our li steners that there is no power greater than the power of God our 
creator of all there is. I do not. in any way, shape or fonn think that I have a handle on it or am able 
to define it but I do know that that power is we have got to know that LJutb and we have got to ask. 

Alan: Oh yes. Rel igion can only be a personal tbing, when somebody declares their re ligion; 
they 'vc just crcotcd a dogma, i r they get anybody to loll ow it. 

Jackie: It 's like when people ask if you' re a Christian, I have to respond, well , it depends upon what 
you mean by being Christian and I always wonder why people go around asking that. 

Alan: It's because we' re condi tioned to believe that you have to belong to some group or other. You 
have to fall into a category. Everything is standardized. lfyou don' t fall into a category then you're 
an oddball. Again it's through conditioning from our very birth really, and ll1ey don'tlike somebody 
who asks the 4ucstions that makes people guilty for not asking themselves what they need to ask 
themselves. 
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Caller: f irst let me say again bow much I enjoy and appreciate the ongoing interview with Alan 
from Canada. He is a priceless fount of knowledge. Ancient mystery religion was very blatamly 
sexual as in the worship of the genital ia and the gods and goddesses of fertility, and on and on it 
goes. Acn1ally scatology was part of it, too. 

Alan: It 's a science of cxcrcmc:nt; you can diagnose different diseases of an imals through thei r 
feces. 

Jackie: Roger said, "Ask Alan if he'd like to expound on the sexual nature of the ancient mystery 
religion. For instance the fir tree as the phall ic symbol and the Christmas tree in particular, 
decorated with ornaments, is lh.e ancient tree of the Saturnalia and Brumal ia [festivals I of earl ier 
days; a phallic symbol festooned with ovaries and eggs. The entire winter festiva l was basically a 
sex orgy, as was the spring festival lshtar or Easter. You touched orr obelisks as phallic systems. 
How about the church spires? How about the church windows and especially the entrances with 
their rounded tops as emblematic of the vaginal entrance? The worshipers entering the mother 
church for comfort and succor. How about the co ~<nection between this and Nimrod Ct)pulating wi th 
his wife/mother Semiramis? (Nimrod and Semiramis supposedly be ing the very founders of th is 
system, sex orgies in U1c guise of rel igion guaranteed populari ty, right?) !low about further 
explaining the system of temple prostitution? I::ach woman was required to serve for a period as a 
prostitute in the temple. Was this only in Diana worship or was it in other variations. too? 
Guaranteed LO get the men in to do tl1ei r duty to the gods, don' t you know? This ·way. for a fcc, for 
an offering, eventual ly every man could have a fully approved opportun ity to have sex with any 
woman in the community. Do you think that word didn' t get around fits! when somcone's 
particularly beautiful wife was on duty? Whi le she was servi.ng, it was her duty to put out for 
whoever paid the price. I'm sure Alan could expand much, mucl1 more on the ancient system. if he 
would care to." 

Alan: Okay. 

Jackie: Let's just talk about the Christmas tree. 

Alan: \.Veil, the tree, numher (ine, has to be an evergreen tree; that's really how that came about. 
That came also from a ruling e lite in the Middle East who also controlled Lhe whole of the 
Mediterranean and the Aegean Sea. One of the main importers, even then, into the Middle East and 
into Egypt was from Cyprus, and that's where you get the Cypress fir from. The fertil ity ri te around 
the tree, and a green tree at that, meant eternal ferti lity, From the very beginning of what we can 
tell, there was a defini te and planned and organized account (with records kept,) of human breeding, 
nothing was by chance. The women who went into the temples in Athens and on Crete (a hig player 
at one time) had tO do it every year for a CO\lple of weeks. If they didn ' t do it the priests would 
shave their heads, which basically was a mocking gesture of saying you're like a man because the 
male priests used to shave their heads even from the earliest times in Sumer. So it was a l(:mn of 
mocking the woman by shaving her head. lt wasn't a matter of going in just to get paid; it was a 
duty. The culture had been brought up in such a way that there was no stigma attached to it. We' ll 
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never know for how long this was going on; it was definitely there in 3000 B.C. in the region of 
Crete in the Mediterranean. The in teresti ng thing in Crete c~pcc i ~ l ly, was they still have the 
columns, or pillars, which is :mother symbol o f' the tree, and we can go into that Inter. Pillars, 
columns. all have a Masonic meaning or Babylonian ir you like. which is even older than that. They 
all have the same function; they were a beam that held up something. they were a suppOrt. and they 
were used in the earliest of mines "~1crc all these special people li,·cd. 

So. what you have is an intense breeding program with records being kept. Even in modern 
llollywood hon·or movies when they have witchcraft gatherings and so on, the woman is usually 
laid on an altar of some kind and you' ll see a man being the bead priest, wearing a mask, and they 
did wear masks in Crete so that the woman could legitimately say that her oJTspring was a son of the 
gods, because he wore the mask so he was like a deity. 

Jackie: No''. all the men in the community got to go there? 

Alan: II wasn' t quite Uta! at nil . no. IJceause what they've found on the records of the pi llars is that 
comparati vely few of the men indulged. In other words, they had the male stock, which they'd 
obviously selected from previous breeding and now tltcy were keeping a record and matching up the 
off-spring from the two-week prostitution that the woman had. (They ·had a very similar program 
going on in ancient Britain. l can go into that at the end, if you remind me because that really is the 
legend of the true Robin Hood story. which was banned in Britain in the I 800's.) What we can 
definitely sec on the pillars, the columns, are the nomcs of rhe people who were prosti tuted for two 
weeks. how their birth was recorded, and how thei r on:~pring·s health was. and as I mentioned, they 
weighed them <Htd everything and kept track of their life as they grew up. They in turn, in their 
generation would get in-bred again. often with someone who could re:tlly be called their s ister. 
down the line. 'I hm · s the same way the pharaohs did it. You sec an intense breeding program to 
almost produce hybrids and really thar s what all humanity happened to be. lf you take common 
stock of the wolf for instance. scientists agree that every dog species you see today was derived 
from d1at one animal. Mankind had to have been oil of the same al one time and only through 
selective breeding. choosing the brightest in color and so on from the stock, and th en in-breeding it 
again "~th its own sister and the 1:1irest one at Utat. unti l you end up with either a white lab or a 
yellow lab or a white person. you sec, in human terms. 

Jackie: Arc you saying that the earliest man was black or dark-skinned? 

Alan: He'd be a mix reall y, I'd imagine. They defin itely were mixed. but basically similar fcawres 
and inte llect and everything else. 

Jackie: So if everybody was the same how did everything get so dlffercm? 

Alan: Because we don't know how long the last catastrophe lasted on this planet. We know there 
have be<.:n a few catastrophes in the past and there has been flooding, many Doods. They can tell 
that by the different layers, you know, of the sea urchins and so on, and what grows on dry limd, the 
trees and tree stumps, and then back to ·Hoods ogain. They've also had tile poss ible massive tires 
going across the globe at one paint. which burned things down. So. people were in a safe place (and 
in-breeding of course, as they would be) living in. for instance the caves. a haven. a safe haven. By 
the way, a pOrtal when it's firs1 dug into a mountain or any mine is over-heaped; it is egg shaped 
and then you square it, first by making it more round and then you square it. The masons call d1is 
squaring the circle. In iL~ original shape it does look like a womon's vu lva, and it also looks like an 
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egg. On the towers of Isis it says. '"I am Isis. I come from a wondrous and beautiful egg:· An egg in 
Egyptian was cham [ham.J We get our word cam from it: it's the shape of an egg. 

Jackie: That's why we have the Easter eggs at the celebration oflsbtar. 

Alan: You see a cham is also a part of an :~rc. The word chamber comes from cham. You have an 
oval o ffice, which is also called the egg by some people. In Britain, in the !louse of Commons and 
the I louse of Lords, they have their chambers where secret meetings are he ld ~nd they also have a 
shell on the back of it which was like the gas station shell [Shell Gas.j You' ll sec that above the 
windows in the oval office in movies. The shell , that type o f shel l is also cal led a cham. C-11-A-M, 
[pronounced ham. [ TI1ey dropped off l.he Hand [pronounce it] cam, but it is cham. It has definite 
sexual connotations and in the ll indu representations of females you still sec that cx:1c1 shape: it's 
the shape of the female. So l.his was all over the planet at one time. this intense breeding. All of our 
ancient legends and myths originate from there. The Surnerians thank the gods for making them, 
and especially for making them different from the others by giving them the light skin and black 
hair. 

Jackie: You·vc talked Sumeria as the earliest limes [of recorded ' history.! hO\\evcr. you've 
mentioned the Armenians who went into Sumeria. 

Alan: Yes. because the earliest records of organization wasn·t there at all because it actually was 
around what we call the Caucasus Mountains. around the Black Sea, that' s where white people get 
their name Caucasian. Their legends. (the survivors,} because the Turks almost wiped !hem out in 
the 20th century for very good reason ... 

Jackie: What very good reason? 

Alan: What we frnd through history is that when elite move, they only mo,·e when they've created 
a new people and a new nation to go to. and they end up doubling back willt their new army and 
wiping out the previous, the previous having the infonnation, the myths. ll1c legends, and the old 
stories, and this has happened aU down through history when you follow it Tite e lite always move 
out. In their newfound land they've already lwd time to estabJjsh an army before they moved into it. 
They usc the new army as a way ... the word army comes from Armenia, you see. 

Jackie: So are you saying they were the earliest? 

Alan: They were the first ones to be used as an ~1m1y, and even in the records at Sumer they mention 
that wi thout these gods nothing was made. There were no sheep pens, there were no tOols or iron or 
metal or copper tools. nor bronze or iron. They [attributed to] these gods the ability o f creating 
everything for them and there were praised for doing so. The people thought of them as gods 
because they had such an advanced understanding of nature. [They were originally deviants who 
had been banished to the caves of mountains where they had nothing but lime to study and could 
look down upon and observe the little people.] The first thing to appear in J\m1enian hands was a 
spear and a spear is a simple tool but it's got one purpose, (the tenninology for spear again comes 
from mining; people who mine.) to spear. even in old Sconish means 10 dig into, you can spear at 
someone and gel something from l11em, so it the 1em1inology is stiU here. The h~ndlc or a spear is 
called a shaft. You find all origins almost from everything from pillars to posts, which are trees; 
trees we use as posts. props. The word column means, not only a pillar. (it means also a pillar,) it 
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means a body of people. You put a column of people: the word colony comes from the same root 
meamng. 

Jackie: Is that why in the military they call it a column? You"ve got a word that"s been used 
mi litari ly. 

/\I an: Y cs. c\·ery country uses the same terminology. because every country has at its top the same 
controlling people. (often ~~cmingly at odds, but in reality, not at nil,) to create change or to produce 
even a net. If you can imagine the strings at the top of each net. you have to have your mar1 ho lding 
each of those strings so they can be pulled at the same time. That 's why they have a Rilly Graham 
leading people into a world religion. You have Gorbachev doing the same thing. You have the 
world council of churches. which includes every rel ig ion. 

Jackie: The new world religion will be born of humanism. 

Alan: Yes. llumanism in a Mr. Spock type version. because from the earliest phi losophers we can 
trace. you can Lfind the same type of philosopher I who was able 10 completely put his emotions to 
the side and be nothing but au obser,·cr, a camera. They all talk about It, and basically they're sti ll 
worshiped in some c ircles today because they had a scientist's ability to allay all of thei r emotions 
and observe anything, even the most cruel things, and watch the reactions dispassionately. That was 
a sign of breeding out of~ hat we would call the humaneness in man. 

Jack ie: The emotion. You mentioned science; in Pennsylvania. they're going to eliminate science as 
a course. They" re going to integrate it into other courses, integrating all of the real important 
learning thntthe children could h;we; I thought that was Mt just interesting but frightening. 

Alan: It 's frightening but it"s understandable if you understand them, because every historian has 
always said you cannot have an cducoted people living in poverty and living under tyranny. They 
have the ability to verbally express themselves, communicate ond do something; gel the people 
organized is what they can really do. 

Jackie: They're taking this away from our children. 

Alan: Oh yes. you sec the pillars arc being knocked down in the U.S. and Canada, and all of 
Europe. When you knock down the pillars in a mine, the roof comes in . .lust as I mentioned earlier. 
they bui lt the church and once it had completed its funclion they came in again, the stonemusons, 
and maybe one hundred. two hundred years later (they had raised. as they call, mind you, humanity 
to a cerwin level and it was lime to move tbcm 10 another level) so they therefore took down the 
structures. 'll1ey literally believe they lmild society a1Jcl actua lly they do. and it's not ihcm; they' re 
at the bottom of the ladder. 

Jackie: The great experiment in Soviet Russia'? 

Alan: Soviet Russia was nothing compared to the experiment that went on in Israel. Israel had an 
ideal population coming in, they were young, they made sure of tlmt, and they pui them into 
kibbutzim. l have a book ca lled Children of the Dream by Bruno Bcttelheim. and it"s the scientific 
study of tl1e complete communjzation of the people of Israel , brought up in the kibbutzim. They 
were weaned from their parents early. The adults, male and female, would take tums and come and 
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care for all the kids, as soon as they were weDned. Evel)'body came into a main hal l to decide 
things; in the book one of the kibbutz leaders said that they had left Russia because it wasn' t 
communist enoug)1; it wasn't true communism. True communism is what they really have planned 
for the worl d. where emotion must be put at the bonom of the ladder in all of human relations, 
including the bonding of children to the parents. Now that's exactly what Plato talked about; thar"s 
what U1e Spartans did. So again, you see, there's nothing new. It's simply being repeated again 
because they've had thousands of yea rs of experience of building up society. TI1al' s tl.J.eir work; 
they build Lsocieties] and then they take them down. 

Jackie: You mentioned the Greeks having their Christmas sometime in Jrulllm)'. 

Alan: f went out about seven o' clock tonight and I was in the garden and I looked up and t11cre is 
the half moon, and right away 1 thoug)lt about the Sanhedrin. The Sanhedrin being the body around, 
almost a crescent shape. and of course it's the bowl, and the bottom of the bowl is towards the earth. 

Jackie: Tt 's the way t:he Uni ted Nations meets, also. 

Alan: Yes. All of the body or the United Nations meets in that same lonn or shape, like a crescent 
basically, a tight crescent. Now that's one of the most anc ient of signs; you'll see the same sign 
above the mo~que~ in the Middle East, on the top of them they have that same crescent moon. In 
I lebrew, tbey call tbe body of rulers the Sanhedrin, the new el ite that came out of or were created 
from Babylon. Now, we mentioned before about the mowllain of Sin, which is now Mount Sinai. 

Jackie.: Sin was the moon goddess. 

Alan: That's correct. So, I really have come to the conclusion that Sin-hedrin must be the moon 
because it's the only shape that tlts. The Druids in Britain had a collar fi·om almost one car going 
down under their chin to the other (the same shape, you sec.) made of brass or copper and it's the 
sbape of the sickle moon. The head of the Sanhedrin, who sits at tile indentation of the bowl, the 
head man. is called the Nasi. So, nasi means head; it also means the meridian, the middle. 'n1ese are 
tbe same terms which you use in astronomy. you have the meridian and you also use the same term 
in mapping out coastal lines and in sailing. ln Freemasonry, the nasi is also called the keystone, it's 
tile center stone in the curve: it' s the strong stone that holds them all together as the pressure comes 
Ill. 

Well, I was out back [in tbe garden] and I saw, of course, the moon and about a hands 
breadth above it I saw Venus you see, defmite ly aligned with the center of the bowl and so I 
thought, no>v where would that takc ... thcn 1 remembered, with the Druids, the man's face is 
showing above the center ofthc bowl so the nasi is the forehead, it's the mind, it' s the head. A point 
on a coast like southwest coast of Norway is called the nas.i and it' s a.lso a point; it's at the head or 
the point. I drew ru1 imaginary line, straigh t from the center of the moon up through Venus, which 
was in the center and it took me towards, (at tllat time,) Orion, tlley b;1ppened to line up at the lime. 
Orion again is the hunter. Then I thought to myse lf, "Now wait a minute, this is Christmas Eve, I 
be tter go an.d have a look tbroug)1 a dictionary," and 1 found that Orion comes from orient, tile word 
orient. They call the Middle East the orient. The French call it the Oriente. It's the East where the 
sun rises in the morning and it rises from be low tile horizon. It's also very, very bright. I followed it 
[the rising of the moon] through and once it got towards II :30 PM, the moon was beginning to sink 
below the horizon. I could still trace the line where it went to, the line wem right tllrough the belt of 
Orion. and the belt of Orion contains tile three bright stars. It' s got Rigel and it also has Betelgeuse. 
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Jackie: Or Beellejuice as the movie was called. 

Alan: ll1al" s correct but it also wa~ Betel. you sec. Betel-geuse. Betel. of course. is the o riginal for 
house of god. bethel. you add an H to it, but it also is ... 

Jackie: Oh, does this have to do with tl1c :;tar of Bethlehem? 

Alan: < lbviously, yes. So what happens, on m idnight, that line from the botlom of the bowl of the 
moon ri ght through Venus, representing the head, the nasi. Since we al:;o use the some mean ing on 
;1 coust as a point. and so Venus is now pointing. You put a straight line through Venus. you go 
tl1rough Orion, you go through Rigel and you hit 13ctclgeuse at midnight. You hi t Betelgeuse. Then 
it continues on to the constellation Canis Major, the dog constellation and the dog constellation has 
" fixed star. 

Jackie: What does a fixed star mean? 

Alan: When the world is revolving at a certain time. you also have the planets already moving 
around tl1c sun, all in relation to each other. Not in a straight line like a row of beads because there 
arc different spacings bcn.vccn them. But what happens is thai the betel is an interc~ting word 
bccoLISC it passes tl1rough there into the dog constellation and it hits the Dog Star. Another name for 
the Dog Star is Sirius. We know that S irius is the one which rises July 19th in Egypt and heralds the 
coming of the llood water from the south, which eventually fertilizes the land; it lloods a ll over. 
!'hat tics right into what Albert Pike talked about when he said that it's a strange thing to call the 
star or the morning Satan, because it's one and the same thing, d ifferent in spring and in the 
summer. So only at this time of the year could you plll a straight line from the moon through Venus 
through Orion. hit BeteL Betelgeuse. and then go into the thin nebula that hits Sirius. I mean. it's the 
perfect alignment. 

Jackie: What does this all mean, Alan? 

Alan: Well, if you were to see it tonight and they saw it in the Middle East the day that Bill Clinton 
stopped bombing. According to where you arc on the planet, it has to be of the same alignment and 
it will all happen a couple of days before in one country. Even the Gl·cek Orthodox church Pope 
Jul ius chnngcd their calendar in 1920 to get the same alignment. however, now their holy night is 
Jamwry the 6th, so that's when they were able 10 see what I saw tonight. Each re ligion I has this.] 
Ramadan too. 

Jackie: So Ramadan started when these were aligned like this there? 

Alan: Yes. just a few days ago. You see the constellation moves like an imaginary band, appearing 
to move around us, bnt it doesn't in reality. But that' s how it goes. it spins. They move at eight 
degrees of the ecliptic on either side. so depending on where yon are on the planet. a different day 
has to be set for them all to be the same. so we're celebrating three main religions around the same 
time period, but adjusted to fit each one. They see it in the Middle East before us, and we see it a 
lew days after them and another part where the Greek Orthodox is. and especially in nortl1ern 
Russia, they'll sec it on January 6"', they'll see the same thing. 
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Jackie: Russ ian orthodox, is that the same as Greek orthodox; the same bel iefs<> l remember also 
tha t at Easte r lime you were talking about the egg. They dyed their Easter eggs red. What was the 
symbology of that? 

Alan: The symbology is kind of complicated. 

Jackie: We watched The Manchurian Candidate wday. I'd never seen it before. There was a woman 
whose name was Eugenic Rose , and Chuck said, "Eugenics?'. [Laughs} I remembered that you said 
that tl1e rose was their symbol of the perfect man, through eugenics. Now that wasn ' t a coincidence. 

Alan: No, it's not. The sy1nbology is through all of their movit:s. l mean I3eetlcj uice is the same as 
Betelgeuse and you have the movie Beetlejuice about a man who is half-demon and he' s got a good 
part or side to him too; the two in one, actually the two in one is really important. To go back to 
astronomy, I wondered what it meant, even back then. The fertil ity rites they had in Britain, they 
also used of course the tree, and that was brought in by the Donoi tribe who hod been through the 
Middle East and was kn0\~11 to have gone through the Middle East and they weren't what you 
would think in the British Israelite mental ity as being Jews. They were a nation of warriors the 
Danoi worshiped the goddess Dana and they worshiped the maypole·and U1ey danced around it. 
ll1ey had a very primitive religion, which actually was the same fundamentally as the reli!,rion that 
the Khazars were found to have one and a half thousand years later. 

Jackie: l thought the Khazars adopted the Jewish rel igion. 

Alan: They did eventualJy iJJ abom A.D. 740. 

Jackie: Oh, you mean they just kept changing their religion? 

Alan: Up until then it had been basically atheistic, almost shamanism (shamanism is really called 
asceticism.) But when the first voyagers went into the land or the Kha7..ars, one of them \¥rOle dov.m 
that he asked one of the men what he was carving, and [the man answered tha!J he was carving a 
penis. [The voyager] asked why he was carving that and the man replied, " Because it'$ where I 
came from. " That shows you there was nothing elaborate about any of the structure. This tribe had 
been used before in about 1200 B.C. to go through the Middle East. They had red hair, they had 
white skin. They were joined w ith a relative f rom the sea who had horns on their beads, had round 
shields and short ki lts on, they were called the sea people, and they went right into Egypt 

Jackie: I can understand why we've come to where we are today, because we've all believed in so 
many th ings that were not true and one of the things that I know is t.hat we are is not just a physical 
body with a bloodline. i f we don' t get it, that we are not merely a physical being but a spi1i tual 
being, a child of God, much beyond just this physical -we're in trouble. 

Alan: Well, we are but again, because of the establishment with all of its leaders, including ilie 
chmches. we go along with it and stage by stage they' re knocking it down, you see, tmti l. .. 

Jackie: They're stripping the spirit 

Alan: Yeah. They' re s tripping us of all we've bel ieved we were. Decency, goodness, honesty, all of 
d1at is to go out, and they' re turning us into barbarians. 
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Jackie: Yeah an animal. because sec what l' v.: observed is that if you take away the spi rit of man 
lhm pan of us which is all of these thing.s you·vc said. the physical being, the human being is 
nothing but an animal. 

Alan: That' s righl. 

Jackie: That's what people act like when they have no rcaliz.ation or idea or understanding that we 
are so much more than thaL 

Alan: Carroll Quigley memioncd that he'd lectured to departments of the U.S. Secretary of Stale, 
the guys who were getting sent ofT abroad. These were the guys who were tying up all the loose 
ends to bring world govenunent. and he told them and wrote in Tragl',(v and lfope. here is how 
previous civi li7..ations were brought down: you had play-acting in the streets by paid performers 
from the governments, including anc im t Greece and Rome who would deliberately have plays 
worked out for ch ildren and kids where they promoted sexual promiscuity. They even had forepl:ly, 
sexual actors ac ting out the sexual ac t in tbc streets.

Jackie : Now they do it on television and in the mo vies. 

Alan: That's right and I Quigley so id l another s ign of it is the New Age and occu ltism spri ngs up. It 
happened at the end of each c ivilization. They have gods for everything. He said another symptom 
was nationa l lotteries: in Rome they had nationalloucries. 

J<Jckic: Well , of course. In Orwcll"s 198-1. which was written in 1948, they had dia logue in there 
where the pro lcs were ta lking about how to win the lottery. 

Alan: Yeah. 

Jackie: I read that and I said, ··oh my god they had that plan so long ago." Now you're telling us 
they did it back then. 

Alan: Yeah. and they also established national casinos across the country; we have about fifty of 
them in Canada put up in the last five or six years. 

Jackie: We were going to talk about deprogramming tonight. Can we do it in six minutes? I Laughs. J 

Alan: Oh boy. I don't think so: I don't think we·d get that far. We [didn' t even geq to stan on an 
original topic and go through the history of why there is worship of the phallic symbol. The root of 
it is not male and it's not female. It's a fonn of androgyny, where it's almost half male, half female; 
it's two in one, a hermaphrodite. The symbols you' ll see of ancient Greece, where you have the 
fe male warrior, you're not qtlite sure she's a guy or a gal. 

Jackie: Well look at some of our female athletes today. Same t iling. 

Alan : The Colossus of Rhodes was the same as the Statue of Liberty; very well bui lt. wide 
shouldered and strong. When I fir~t sawn photograph, I said, ·' Js it a male or a female?" IJeeausc 
ultimately the goal of the perfecting o f man will be neither, it wi ll be done by genetics.

Jackie: I low is reproduction going to be done then? 

Alan: "I hrough science. through pure cloning. l"vc got books going back to the beginning of the 
century I mentioning] Rutherford from the University of Cambridge (who helped design the atom 
bomb,) nnd one of his rrime goals was to work out with mathematics of how to lind the doub le 
helix system. which wns eventually d iscovered. That"s the root of life. ·n1ey arc [nearing their goal 
of the perfecting of man through genetics.] Tbe ultimate male/female is a compilation of both. 
ObYiously at the. very beginning. there was somebody amongst us who needed humanity in order to 
get to this goal where we've been brought 10 today. We know that mankind definitely was used as a 
fonn o f' can lc for ~omconc e lse's rurposcs, someone who couldn' t do it themselves. just by 
thl!mseives. We know the ancieot priests took lines o f' their lineages o f the temple prostitutes and 
then people were so conditioned that when the woman went back to her family it was no big deal. it 
was a part of their life. 

Jackie: I feel like this rconversation l could go on forever. It feels like if we quit now there's ~o 
much more. You and I ta lked the other night about how this ragendnl could be stoprcd. You see. 
folks. I don't lmow how you feel, but as !listen to Alan, I think, " Well they've done this before and 
before and before and they' re doing it again and it sounds awfully futile,'" and Alan said, "'But it 
isn· t. We",•e got to stop it." 
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(Tower of Babel by Pielcr Brueghelthe Elder) 
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Jackie: We have Alan on with us again and we're going to talk about de programming. Thanks again 
for being with us. lt's been a real experience f<>r a ll us. 

Alan: Yes. it's been a cram session. 

Jackie: There· s just one thing before we get sta rted with our talk about dcprogramming. In the Old 
Testament, where it says '"The sons of God looked down on the daughters of man, and saw that they 
were fa ir and took them to wife, and they were the giants in the earth." You explained to us that the 
sons of God were actually these priests who l ived up in t.he mountains and who began to selectively 
breed with the people in the maiJlstream. You said they weren 't giants, they were tall of stature. but 
they were refen-ed to as giants because of their s tature among the people. There are some 
archaeolc)gjsts who say they have proof that tl1ere literally were twelve and fourteen feet tall men 
called giants in those days. J wanted you to address that if you would .. 

Alan: Well, most of the archaeology, if you dig into it, or most of the ones who c laim that tl1erc 
were fourteen foo L men, if you check their facts, there 's no basis in i t. Usually it's the UFO type 
books, alnJost a novel type, in fact. 

Jackie: There were a couple of names mentioned. One was Dr. Kent Hovind. and he said that he has 
archaeological proof or giants and called them Nephilim. 

Alan: Again that's going off on the same track. ·n ,ey have fow1d the occasional one here or there. 
You sti ll find them today. It's called acromegaly. Basically it's a malfunction of the anterior lobe of 
the pituitary gland which regulates your growth hmmone and when it malfunctions you literally can 
grow to quite a height and the earlier it starts and the later it stops, the ta[Jer you will be. Do you 
remember the actor who played Jaws in that James Bond movie, he had those false gold teeth? 
Well , he had acromegaly, he was classed as a giant, (also called gigantism, but it's acromegaly.) 1f 
you'll notice that when his long bones stopped growing, when they ossified in the middle, in other 
words, they stopped growing. 'll1e appendages of each end are f11sed right through the center core of 
the bone, the long bone. It stil l puts on calcium deposits and what happens then is it starts growing 
around their jaws, it grows up over their eyebrows. so they have protruding jeyebrowsj and their 
hands get thick and long, so they become out of proportion. The end ciJcct o f acromegaly is 
occasionally it can kill people; they all come down with arthritis because the human body isn' t 
meant to take that. it wears out the hyaline carti lage between the long bones, the knees, ankles and 
so on, and that basically is gigantism. They found one too, in the ruins o f Pompeii when they were 
excavating the bo<lies from the volcano that exploded there; they found one near the gate of the city, 
on his way out. But he was the only one amongst the whole lot who you would class as gigantism 
and when you do an ana lysis on the bone structure, you' ll find the overhang of the eyebrow because 
o r the continuation of calcium laid down on the bone after the long bones have stopped growing. So 
they can tell it was, in fact, acromegaly. 

Jackie: This listener did say that these two gentlemen have been interviewed on the Art Bell show. 
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Alan: I am really surprised! If you look at Art Bell. you ha\'c two words. 1\n, and if you lake the 
definition of art (and m1yone can g.o and check.) it comes from the old French, tbe Latin. It's ars 
nrtcm, which actua lly means to fi t. It means a skill. or a humaJJ skill or workmanship. as opposed to 
natnre. In other words. it's a body of rules which arc designed I for i perfecting, and basically the 
definition is. a cmft. Bell, of course. is simply the later version of Baal: in Scotland it's the same. 

Jackie: But. it is a possibility that that is a name limt his parents gave him? 

Alan: It' s a possibility, but j udging from what he's hcen coming out with, his lying in the 
sarcophagus as Alexander the Great did a11d Napoleon did. and many others before them. With 
jsaying th~t] Phoenix. Arizona was having UFOs all over it at the same time there was a Sidon in 
Mars aJJd he said that NASA wasn't !cuing them sec all these structures in Cydonia. Of course 
Cydonia was one of the main cities of ancient Phoenix. So he tied the "hole lot in from ancient 
times into something that supposedly is happening now. Thars pure mysteries. Jf anybody didn' t 
understand what he was doing. he sa id on the same nigh t that he was gelling reports from all over 
Phoenix o f these l JFOs and then he tied it right in. l le said that NASA won 't let us gel a close look 
at Cydonia. this rlacc on Mars. Well, there you have Cydonia. or Sidon, in Phoenix. in ancient 
times, U1e Phoenicians. 

Jackie: So are those little word games? 

Alan: Irs s imple chasing yotll' ta ils out of your own ignorance really. Thcy know [that they' re 
man.ipulaling pcoplc's ignorance. I Most people don ' trcal i;r.e that the original Sidon was in Phoenix, 
:mcicnt Phoenix. So. I don' t know if he does his own script-writing or somebody else docs it for 
him, but they certainly know the anciem stories which tbey dig up and retell in a modern structure. 
If you can remember. H.G. Wells' War of the World~ was broadcast in the 1930's or 1940's. 

Jackie: Y cs, an <.I reo pie j umped off roof~. 

Alan: They were shooting down water towers because they thought that these were giant things that 
were coming down with these long legs. That was actually financed by the Rockefeller Foundation 
and beamed down out of the Rockefeller building. the RCA building. That was actually given 
govemmelll appro\al because it was part of the test in psychological warfare. and it worked very 
well. 

Jackie: Oh yes, the do test the w"lcrs every now and then, quite frequently. in fact. 

Alan: Yes. Most of the media we have, literally that's their function. Media means the middle. It's 
the middle, that 's what media means. 

Jackie: Do you ever read anything without your mind doing that [cl ick, click, click thing, making 
connections? I 

Ala11: Well, not really. l read what you' re expected to take, but l also sec the other side of the mirror 
and that's the ability. Yes, I think I said earlier about the pyramids, the start of the pyramids, that 
the pyramid is called myr, or mir. or mer; it all comes from that. It means mother, it means wisdom. 
The word mirage comes from the same source and a mirage io a desen is aJl inversion of the sky; 
it's the sl..]' reflecting on the ground and it appears to be a body of water, you see. It's ca lled an 
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inversion. like behind a mirror, that' s an inversion. So if you can imagine the pyramid, picture the 
shimmering sand. then you sec water below the pyramid, at the base of the pymmid. Coming from 
a far, you' re walking towards it, and you sec the water at tl1e base o f the pyramid, which is an 
inversion of the ~ky ahovc appearing there below. Now you'll a lso sec 1111 inverted pyramid on the 
other side of the water poin ting down a way; it 's like a diamond s hape with water going 
horizontally across it That is the symbol o f the Theosophists and Blavatsky and all the ones going 
long, long. long bdorc her. You had the pyramid above and you bad the pyramid below and the 
water is in the middle, the media; the middle. They also call the pymmid the true pymmid. the 
upright one, Pyramid.

Alan: Yes. but is he, is he? Is he also telling his own elite what they arc'! That's how it works. 

Jackie: In other words, tl1e chi ldren of the el ite. the elite being God. 

Alan: Them being God; they believe they arc. They call themselves gods. don' t they'? If you look at 
it from another perspective. they have us turned upside down, because in reality, we arc made in the 
image of God. They basically. if you look at them all. and I'm talking about everybody who leads. 
is supposed to be a servant, including Mandela. Now they're the servants, and yet they're mastering 
us. They have us convinced that we should be groveling with shame on our knees, and yet we are 
made in the image of God. As Jesus says, "Don' t you know you arc Gods?" He was giving the 
whole th ing away. 

Jacl..;e: Well. Jc~us didn't actually say that What he said was . .. It has been said that. ·know you not 
that you are Gods?"' He was quoting from one of the prophets of the Old Testament, but he did of 
course tell us over and over, that who he was, is our potential. In other words. all of these things that 
you sec, you can do this. 

Alan: Yet we've had many tl1eocrncics since. who have had us on our knees groveling in the mud 
3$king for forgiveness. We'll never be good; we're too stupid to be good. Everybody's done that. It 
Starts right off at school. 

Jackie: It starts out with our parents, who bebeved t11e way we believe and everybody down lhrough 
the ages has be lieved. This is the whole thing, l rea lly bel ieve that he meant what he s~ i d. and when 
we really know it, we will be able to do .. . 

Alan: That' s the thing: it's breaking that mirror, and then you can really see what's on the other 
side. 

Jackie: Thm was the truth that he was bringing us, the truth was setting us free. He told us that the 
!ruth shall set you free. What 1 believe is that it s.:ts us free from the lies of thi s world. 

Alan: Yes, from the constant groveling and the condi tioning to lower your eyes and respect a suit 
and a tic talking. There was a book oul years ago, called Straight and Crooked Thinking. It was put 
out in Britain and this man explained that you can go into Hyde Park in London. where you get 
people gathering there to s~k. t11ey make speeches: it's tradition. They're called soapbox 
speakers: they stand on a soapbox. You get guys with holes in thei r sleeves, and old coats on. 
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tattered. They' re going up there, and they speak about whatever, and people will crowd round abou t 
them and generally boo them or mock them. This author explained that this man could be te lling 
you information that no one else will ever tell you again in yottr life and you'll mock him. but you 
get lhat same man, you dress him up, you put him in a suit and a tic, you build him up in the media 
and you present him in the London Palladium. you have the audience listening to really good 
classical music before he comes on, then a speech before he comes on that builds him up even 
further. Whe11 the man comes out and says the same th ing again, everyone wi ll s it with rapt 
attention because they've been conditioned to now listen in a different way. 

Jackie: Yes, a good example of that is that a friend is now putting aside food because o f Y2K: the 
talking heads on television are tell ing people about Y2K and now people ~1re getting hysterica l. 

Alan: You have to go, not out of fear, mind you, because fear is the technique that they usc to move 
a herd, or a nock of sheep; they usc fear; they always have. In anciem times, when they went in !0 

make s laves in a population, they would literally drive the people into a pen and that was because 
they had live groups moving altogether to a nucleus, until they had the people in the middle so that 
they could capture them all . (Our nan1e for a peninsula comes Jl·om pen. A peninsula is an outcrop 
of land from the mainland, it 's still j oined, but it's joined at a small' head called the isthmu~. What 
t.hey used to do is come in ships, usually five sh ip~. One would take the isthmus where the land 
joins the mainland and they would create four other poin ts round the coast and then move inland, 
and they would take nets with them. This is where the fables of Poseidon and Neptune come from 
and that's why it symbolizes a sea king; it comes from the sea with nets.) Of course as they went in, 
they made a fearsome noise, they had horns on their heads and all the rest from their helmets. and 
they banged their shields. People who were basically Stone Age, not apes certainly, but Stone Age 
people; people who were left from the last holocaust o f the planet. They were easi ly terrified, they 
were herded into this pen in the middle and then they were literally collared. The word collar comes 
from that: they collared the people into a pen. That's exactly tbe technique that is done by people 
today, only it's psychological; they use the med.ia.

Jackie: Interesting. You told us about the crook and the staff and the sheep and the pharaohs. This 
goes all the way back to the pharaohs and how they U$cd the crook to pull them out. Then in the 
New Tes tament, Jesus says that he is our shepherd and we are his sheep and you said that he could 
not have said that, because in a sense be' s ca lling us stupid and he' s just going right along with their 
game. Is it a possibil ity that because these people were so used to that ~-ymbology and that language 
that Jesus was using the same . .. 

Alan: No. no, no. I really could never see it happening. No, sheep wil l always be sheep. you see. 
You can' t make anything out of sheep. A sheep will always be a sheep. You can't make it into 
anyth ing else than what i t is . 

Jackie: So you think that they pasted it in there. 
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Alan: Oh yes, the whole New Testament is full. completely full of what we call the mysteries or 
Masonic symbology. Oon't forger that it said in the beginning it·s Babylon of the ages; it's Mystery 
Babylon. You even have Jesus going into an upper room to make the last supper. Well, the upper 
room is the Upper Chambers in the I louse o f Commons in Britain or here in Parliament in Canada. 
You have your own oval office: it's where you meet in secret. Chambers comes from ham which is 
egg which is oval, so in upper chambers. So it's all heing adjusted to suit their tenninology for 
themselves; the whole Bible is full of it. 

Jackie: There is truth in there. too. 

Alan: The truth arc the little parL~. and again too. the fact is they must gi\'C you truth as well. 

J<tck ie: Why must they? 

/\Jan: Becnuse you·rc dealing with o mind like a robot. All of our structure and institution of 
go,cmmcnt and rule is called order. Even the tem1 primordiaL the knowledge of before the order 
wns created, the first set, the lirst ru le of an order is that you lay down Y,OW" loundation. You lay it 
down, that· s what they caU laying down a foundation. 1\ pyramid is laid down in a foundation, and 
every stone from there on up cnn only be as true a~ the foundation. If anything's out in that pyramid, 
and t·m also talking as a computer is programmed. anything at all. and the whole system collapses. 
They will not break the rules. they'll bend them certainly. They'll give it to you, but you don't 
understand what it means; you take the ex tcmal. but they laugh their heads off: they know the 
internal. They say that ignorance is no excuse of the law. 

Jackie: Well we do know that the truth is in our heart. ·n,c truth is within us. 

Al~n: But isn· t lhot th.: one th ing tlwt we're told to disregard? You know thnt kids instinctively 
know it. My first day nt school. when I was live. I was taken there by my mum so then I'd know 
where to go. I heard this clapping sound before 1 got in (and I can ~1i l l sec it yet) and I went inside 
and there's the teacher with all these kids s itting clapping their hands in unison, and that was the 
first thing that hit me: they arc all acting like one person. They' re getting taught to be acting as a 
group right off the bat. That's the first thing you'n: taught. I can still see it in my mind today. She 
said ·'Si t down and clap your hands:· I didn't want to. She said. ··Don't you want to join the restT' 
Tim! wns the fi rst part of school, the first day of ~chool was to teach you a tmi form way of behavior 
aml th inking :md doing. Literally everything from then on is exactly that. Now it's even worse. they 
have them sitting in circles or half circles like the Delphi technique. It's all about huw you feel, not 
what do you know. That's the technique th;~t's used. 

Jackie: When were your school years? 

Alan: Oh, they were back in the late 1950's. I remember many, mnny days going right from there. 
day by dny, and the various things that were shown. Everybody repeat after me. Well, it was just 
like sheep. you know. She would say something and we' d all reply automatically. Conditioned 
responses, you get taught right away. That molds your way of th inking from the very beginning. 
You see. the mind is composed of the analysis of the input [tbat is received] through your fi ve 
senses. School mainly is done by seeing and heari ng, the only touching you get, or used to get, was 
when you got the st:rap. You sec thnt was the only thing you c{)u)d actunlly touch. So, if memory of 
previous inputs exists for a similar experience, then your recognit ion comes into play.

il's now a baby goat. Yet they have us condi tioned so well that if you were s ilting in fron t of your 
tire. you've got a nic.e fire go ing in the home, you' re relaxed. a couple of you there; you're very 
relaxed. A car or two fly up to the door. scream on the brakes. somebody jumps out and says "Fire, 
lire. get out. fire." Now, you will jump up and get out; you will do it. You will do it because it's 
never happened to you before. You· vc been taught to respond and to ~ct when you hear certain 
alann sounds. such as fire. You will deny your own senses even though you arc sitting in front of 
your own fire and run outSide. You see? These are conditioned responses. Now the media uses that 
all the time. They pick words out of thin air. They speak it, the spoken word, and they get two 
letters and a number and put it together. Y2K. Now it's repeated a thousand times, it's not abstract 
anymore. It becomes very solid in your hearing. The more those guys with the suits and ties on say 
it. (they ca ll them newscasters. who just read what's in front of them,) the more believable it seems.

Jackie: We're going to be finishing out the year with Alan from Canada, a wonderful, informed and 
inf(Jmting guest. It's the longest ti1<H I've ever stayed on a subject, but of course for those of you 
who have been listen ing, we've been in the same church , but we've been in lots of different pews 
over the past four weeks. We ac tua lly intended to ta lk about how from the moment we took our first 
brca1l1 coming into this world. d 0\\11 through the ages, our parents. their parenL~. and it's been eons 
hack, we've been lied to: not just outright lies, hut also because the truth has been withheld. What 
Alan has been helping to uncm·cr and shed light on some of these lies. because darkness is really an 
absence of light. Jesus tOld us ··ye shall know the truth and it will set you free." and that's what we 
want. Alan will have to be the one that helps with this. ·How do we let go when it hurts so much to 
find out that these thing:; that arc so important. (the very core of the most imponant pan of the 
whole world.) that we've been lied to about. So that"s what we're going to do tonight. I don't know 
where we begin, we were heading in this direction last night, but I must ask you one thing. You 
made a comment last night. and I wrote it down because I did not want to interrupt your flow of 
thought. You said history bas been rcwriuen for us: it bas been created for us. I've asked this 
before, but how do we know that t.hc books. the information that you've been shoring with us, if 
history has been created for U$, where docs this information come from tho! we con trust? 

Alon: What I've found is that most information that's been changed happened in thi s century, 
because in the last century most people couldn ' t read or write, and so information was kept always 
with a select few from our beginnings from Sumer, right up to the twentieth century. My own great­
grandfather couldn't read or write: that was very, very common_ he never went to school. The whole 
generation was illiterate_ except for the people who ruled, who were always Freemasons in every 
country who ruled. Generally they were members of the clergy or the upper bus iness establishment. 

Jackie: When you say Freemasons, do you usc that as a generic tcm1 for the secret societies, 
because there's lots of them. aren't there? 

Alan: They're all really the same thing. They supposedly have different runctions ond occasionally 
they've been used against each other, but it's always to bring the herd. the catt le, us, into a certain 
direction. all down through the ages. Wha t they did even in the days of Sumcr, was to pick out 
certa in ones who were brighter than the rest of the people and they would train them from an early 
age. They have even the school children's records from the classrooms in Somer. they've unearthed 
many of them. They went to school from sunup to sundown every day and they got caned by the 
cahn, the teachers_ if they were out of line (again, a Masonic tcnn. everything is Masonic,} lhey 
took their lunches to schooL just like they do this century. They learned how to be administrators; 
they administered all the surrounding land, and the majority of people who we would call the 
laboring class. What you fmd in all of government I is thatj government can't exist unless everyone 
over-produces because they must take that overproduce and then use it for themselves and then 
from that portion they take they d1en create the armies and feed tl1ern, which is the first right am1 of 
government; on the other side is the religious side. lltat's what they did in Surner, (they gave the 
chi ldren in Somer, and we're talki.ng three and a half tl10usand B.C., at least,) they gave them the 
same types of lessons we do today. they were troined in a certain course, we even usc the same 
JaJJguage and terminology, because it's astronomical terminology. There were a people who rrained, 
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students who trained and a course, a~ you would make a course in the sky. an arc. by a hcirarchy 
(h igher key.) [T he hierru-chy, that which is hidden behind the sun or behind the system.) Sotbey 
were confined like a planet is confined in its course, (it can' t go to the left or the right or look for 
itself) they only train them in one direction, in other words, they were given only enough 
information which would allow them to fu lfill thei r particular task as an administrator. That's how 
it's always been, right up until this century. In fact, it's the same going through university today. 1n 
ancient times, they were actually called degrees, as weiJ, when they were studying, because they 
would use notches on ao arc to determine the orbit, or the actual arc that a pJanct. or the sun or the 
moon, would use going through the sky: they called tbem a degre.e. They had the same word in all 
of the Aramaic, the Chaldean, Hebrew, Cana<mite and aU the rest of them, they had the same word 
for stair, for degree , for step, for the nmg of a ladder, as in Jacob' s Ladder, it's all the same word, 
it's basically a degree. When they were being taught for tl1e priesthood they would go np the 
ziggurat or mestaba, (a type of pyramid) and depending on the level that you aitained each time, you 
would actually come up a step, or a degree, towards the top of the pyramid, and when you got to the 
top you had the view of the whole heaven. The way they trained them was from one side at a time. 
from the bottom up. 

So we find today in the schola:;tic system we have teachers who have been taught in their 
course, and only enough to teach the ones below them. Those teachers themselves, because they 're 
conditioned into that course, haven ' t thought to the left or the right or above or below of the course. 
It's like a tunnel you' re put into, and that becomes your complete reality to you. That's exactly how 
it was then, and how it is today. When you look through history and you find the great inventors or 
discoverers U1at they give you, and you ana lyze the names, they' re like fai ry stori es; the people's 
names literally become fa iry stories. They're occultie names, they' re hidden names, like 
Christopher Colombus, (c~istobal columni,) they changed il for the English speaking peoples to 
Christopher Colombus. In rea lity, I suppose it means the same, a column is a column; it' s a column 
of troops. it' s a column of people, it's actually a colony. That's why we were given him as a so­
called d iscoverer. Crista! baal was a c lear light. So we tind that it's like Lancelot and 'Percival in 
King Arthur, Lancelot is given his name because literally he likes to lance a lot. Percival is the wise 
man who perceives all . So when you start looking at people' s names and you figure out what they 
mean, you ' re literally being given anoU1er snow job. 

Jackie: What abou t our names, our C{lmmon names, like Jacque line, Alan? 

Alan: Again, there's so much meaning in a nam.e because it's used legally, and it's an identification; 
you come fo rward and you identify yourself. But most people today have taken names from leaders 
they had at one time, either of a tribe or a clan, or whatever and just like in the old days. even in 
Scotland, the clan chief, or the clan lord , really, (there was a nobility there,) the nobility never 
married within the people that they ru led. and the people eventually, (including the ones who would 
wander into the tribe,) would take the name of that leader. But those who have the actual noble 
titles, even today, are a different people altogether from the people they rule over. 

Jackie: They literally pretty much created their own bloodline, didn 't they? 

Alan: They always did. T hey always in termarried cousins. The bloodlioc was always primarily 
U1rough the female line to throw us off, because the world consist~ of many, many fronts. 
Everything you see is a front for sometl1ing else. 
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Jackie: rm talking about what you [saidl about the early priests, who were really devious and 
homosexuals. and they did selective breeding and the selective breeding began way back there. even 
before Sumer. which is supposed to be our most ancient... 

Alan: Even all the modern experts today ag.rce that there' s no way they just suddenly invented 
writing, it had to have been kept a secret long before that, so much so that [they made it a) penalty 
o f death to leave anything lying around that would be discovered later. II wasn't until they needed a 
middle class. or an administrative class of the time that they began to open up schools and take in 
the brighter Jl sh, as they say. So yes, there was obviously writing long. long before. There are 
different ages. this is called by geologists the third Cainazoidal age, as in Cain. The present World 
Zionists bel ieve that they are descended from Noah and his oJlspring and prior to that via Cain. 

Jackie: What about the Christian identity. where there is a certain tribe . and no'' people who ta lk 
about this say this bas been very well researched, and that there was a certain tribe from Abraham 
Jacob and Isaac. that God made a covenant. and we are the White Anglo-Saxons. I'\'C seen the 
Bible stories. and all that, but knowing that so many of these stories_ I mean, in the first place, a lot 
of it was oral history for a long time. There is truth in iL I know that, but it's taken so literally that 
people arc !wedded to it as the entire truth] and J don't want to offend anybody. but I want some 
clari fication from your point of view. 

Alan: The big push for the special people (i t's another variation of the ~peci a l , or the chosen people, 
the pulled out ones.) started in the 1700s. from Londotl. It's another front with plenty of followers; 
the majority o f people in a front arc simply followers who have been taken in. 

Jackie: I've got a video called The Other Israel. and it' s supposed to be here in America (I'm not 
saying that it is or it isn "t) but they think that it all has to do with this covenant that ( iod made with 
a particular tribe. My 0'"11 personal belief system is that ottr Father who created us created us aiL 
and I don' t believe that there arc favorites. 

Alan: Of course not. The world has been split into sections and e\·ery section is of a rulcrship of a 
priesthood, which is dying out in the Western hemispheres, but io the Middle East they still follow 
Mohammed and Islam. There are still remnants, even in China. of the Great Chan there, who lived 
in Camon and spoke Cantonese. There were four main people (three really) who have controlled 
this planet, and the descendants of these people have controlled this planet for as long as we have 
history. When you look back to Nimrod and everybody from then on, Nimrod is always pictured 
with a branch io his hand, and all roy:dty was pictured with a branch in their hand, and that's a 
hr:mch to the fam ily tree. lHe was alsol pictured with a spotted coal, and the spotted coat or 
dalmatia is the symbolism of them breeding into a darker race to achieve a disguise. We 're talking 
about a very white people, a lmost albino, who did this long, long ago. It' s well documented in 
especially the Middle Eastern legends. If you go to the Middle East today. it's not j ust your money 
that they're afier, the baksheesh. they also want to look at your eyes, and the bluer your eyes are ... 
once you stop and talk to them you'Ll find out why they"re so fascinated. because they have these 
ancient legends of people coming from the mountains, the Hammitcs were one of them, they 
followed the god I lam and they were hated all over the Middle East. I lam has two variations in the 
English language. one is Cam. as in Campbell, Lord Campbell, of Great Britain, and you have 
1 lams all over England, Buckingham Palace, for example. Those people were hated all over the 
Middle East. They were cutthroats_ in 1200 t3.C. they called them robbers and curthroats and 
murderers, because they had no real god as such, they were almost Shamanistic, they were the same 
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people as the Khazars who were found much lmcr, and they had the satne li lies as the Khazars. in 
fact, as they swept through the Middle East. They teamed up with another two of the outer tribes, 
called the Danni tes, as recorded in Ages in Chao,,-, [Immanuel Y clikovsky I for instance. They also 
drove all thei r cat!le with them, so they were the cattle kings, which they call the l lyksos, the 
shepherd kings is a misnomer, should probably be called the cattle kings. When they found them 
once aga in, iJJ the eig11111 century A.D., they were called the Khazars, or cattle kings. 

Jackie: Has this got anything to do with the tribes we just talked about'l 

Alan: lL has, because aU this tribe nonsense that has been 1ed to people is a complete sidetrack 
which is being used once again to create dissension amongst people. We' re talking about people 
who have literally dominated each part of the planet, often getting lhe rest of the people to fight one 
another towards the Great Work, because it's caused through conOict. Sometimes they will kill 
each other off at the top, that's why they used to decapitate nobil ity when they took over, because 
that is symbolic of the head of that tree. So, the Hammites, the Mohammedin, Mohammed, 
basically are relations tO the same one as the one in Britain. Everywhere you go in Britain, you have 
a hamlet, and hundreds of the names of the p laces in Brita in were named after Ham. Now, these 
people don't claim to be Jewish, and they aren ' t, they certainly gave ot11er people the name of being 
Jew, because they created cultures for other people. The ones who were swept into Wales and 
England, for instance (don' t forget, I'm nol blaming a people, because most people really don't 
know their roots, they were followers) the people in Wales call themselves C)'lm-u, and they live 
next to the Cambrian Mountains. If you change it into the Latin, and give it its proper name as it 
was used a lso when t11ey went into Juthmd which is Demnark, the Romans recorded this, their name 
was Simerian, so you literally have the descendents of Swner. You just change one letter, li·om a u 
to an i, which is quite legitimate, because in Sumerian you can take any vowel you want (in most 
languages in the Middle East you can) and you can interchange i "~th o with e . The people in 
Wale.s, now they 're dark haired and they' re light skinned and that's exactly what tbc Sumerians 
were. 

Jackie: Miss Effie has been doing some outrageous research based on what you've been telling us, 
and she ·s been going to the libra ry and getting books, she bas many of her own, and where she 
couldn't lind things she' s been going back into her encyclopedias (she has 1950's <rr 1960's 
Britannica's,) and sbe couldn't find anything about the priests who lived in the caves in there, so she 
went back to the Stone Age, and they were describing_ these people as dark l1ai rcd and light skinned . . 
Alan: ·n,al's r ight. In the book on Sumer that I' ve mentioned a few times IJ-lis/OIY Begins a/ Sumer 
by Samuel Noah Cramer] you wilJ find t11at they said tbat the great gods lived in the caves high on 
the mountains, and they only came out when it was getting dark because they couldn't take the light 
because Liley were albino. 

Jackie: You said before that you couldn't see their eyes so they painted an eye on thei r forehead. 

Alan: T hat's right. Even in Greece, they took. over the whole Mediterranean and the Aegean Sea 
and thai's where you get the legends of the Cyclops, and tbese legends [are based] on fact. They 
usually portrayed tl1em as having their eyes closed or blind, but having a big eye ou tbeit forehead; 
and, o f course, that's also wha.t they painted on initiates into tl1e mysteries in Egypt 

Jackie: That 's wbere the single eye comes from? 
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Alan: Yeah. It symbolizes too. wisdom. knowledge. These priests for thousands of years could 
observe people coolly and calmly. From the very beginning they delinitcly have had a scientist's 
abi lity to put emotion to the side. or else they've never had it in the first place, I'm not quite sure 
which. I'm more inclined to the latter. Hut they observe man as nn animal. Pan of their functjon has 
always been to tel l man that he's an tlnimal. and yet by tl1c same token, they have rules. If you think 
along the same lines as a computer would think, for instance. you would have to go by your own 
logic, which are rules. Whenever they want man. like today, to start think ing about euthanasia. and 
so on. they alwnys wam your cooperation in whatever they push forward. If they can't get it. they 
then create a problem which brings about the talk and the consensus to what they wanted in the first 
place, like abortion. So. you had a tribe going into Wales, you had tl1e original llcbrews. which 
were not a religious people m all, and had nothing to do wi th the Old Testament. they were ca lled 
the Habcrew, and the llabcrcw were one of the tribes of the Hyksos that arc well described in any 
book. pertaining to the Middle East. 'll1ey drove right tllrough from the Caucasus Mountains, where 
the Khazars were found la ter, right through into Egypt, and they slaughtered everybody in their 
path. Along wi th the Hammi tes, they were also known to take all of the women. (all the good 
looking women and the younger ones,) and they would kill all the men who were able-bodied. The 
men actually, (for the feminists out there,) never had it that good: they' were always guaranteed to 
get the chop. What they did then was to cut the back o r the tendon of the leg for t.hc old and the 
infmn and the very young. or what they termed rejects. and that is where the term comes from tbat 
still exists today. being hamstrung; tl1cy were known all over the Middle East for that. They were 
the Hamrnites and they settled in England eventually, and prior Lo that they were the Merovingians 
and then the Carolingians . 

.Jtlckie: This is the tribe that's supposed to be the chosen? 

Alan: They· re one of them. There arc three. and they control a good part of Europe through royal 
lineage and bloodlines. They always make their home in a place called something-or-another- I lam, 
or else ll;lm in their name, in Scolland they still call it Cam. Cam and ham both come from ham, 
which is an egg shape. or it means white at the same time: both cam and ham are the same words. 
they·rc just refined more in English from the original I lam. These stories arc well known, they're 
factual history in the Middle Easr. 

Jackie: Does this help a person who wants to believe this to be able to look at these Biblical stories 
and do this hlstorical research and say, --n,cre is a chosen tribe, and they is us"? The white Anglo­
Saxon. 

Alan: You should define Anglo-Saxon, and anybody can go and do it. 

Jackie: I'm ~-aying Anglo-Saxon, and I'm not sure they arc. 

Alan: Anglo-Saxon is a bui lder"s term. lrs literal ly angle. A right angle or a true angle. You can 
call the l lamnutcs Anglos. if you want, and the majority of the English think they arc themselves. 
but rthcy're not.l The royalty, the inbred ones. who have titles of nobility. claims to heredity going 
right back, they' re the ones who arc really the true Angle, to put in a Masonic tenn. 

Jackie: So the rest of the people are just left out in the cold. 
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Alan: Yes, and they don't know it. We've all been given an identity because we've always been 
followers; we' ve always been used, especially illi terate peoples. It's so easy to get them together 
and one or two generations is all it takes to give them an identity by priesthoods who have the 
knowledge and through schooling. 

Jackie: The history is there fo r people to check out. The Bible has been so tampered with, and yet 
there is truth in it. Many people have done thei r own research and have known some of it and 
you've presented pieces of it to us. When we get to the Bible, and e.~pecially the King James 
l version, 1 it's like pieces of the black hole. That is the fotllldation of the belief that many people 
have today, that we are not the children of God. 

Alan: We've been fed bucketfuls of lies. You have to leave people to their own finding, because 
most people will wander in a wilderness until they d ie. Even in the terms of ancient times, 
wandering in a wilderness meant wandering amongst your own kind who didn't understand. It 
didn't mean a dcse1t. People will argue unt.il they die, and the next generation will do the same. 
[The term we me is al body of knowledge. and the body of knowledge has been scatlered. You til1d 
th~t bits o r the truth, but only in selected groups, put out primarily by the ones who do ru le. I don't 
think people rea lize that all authorships and all publishers have consortiums, j tlst lil<c they always 
did from the beginning or time, when they did everything by hand, everything was done through 
editing, and through screening by the superiors, and that was to give to each other and the lower 
orders. Today if s just the same. we bave official biographers, we have official people who can get 
in to access the giants in your own country, the Roekefellers, and so on. Yet you must understand 
they' re part of the control mechanism, because they' re never going to tell you the "vhole truth. You 
have to dig into it l(1r yourself, and if you can get the o ld information you' re more liable to start 
picking out the facts before they closed all of the doors this century. 

It's like, for instance. the story of Scotland, you have people saying the Scots are the chosen 
people; mind you the Scots don' t say that themselves, irs outside of Scotland that th is movement 
has really taken oil Mo$t people in Scotland never wore a ki lt until they went into the atmy; they 
could never a11brd one, and never had been brought up with one. It was only the elite who had kilts, 
because they were the followers of the Oanoi, the goddess Dana. They had their own kilt. Each lord 
had his favorite dancing boy, just like the Arabs, tl1ey had a little boy that danced, not a little girl, 
and many of the customs arc typically Middle Eastern. The Lord of the lsles who first came into 
Britain, (his old castle's still standing and you can actually still see his place in the movie The 
Highlander,) his name, agai11, be longs to the Camball or Campbell tri be, or c lan. He founded 
Argyll shire and argyle is f rom the Greek, it means white potter's clay. His symbol is the boar wi th 
the horns of power coming out of the mouth, so when he .\yJectks, everybody does. 

Jackie: In the 111()vie Brawheart, when he' s going to get married to that girl aod the lord came and 
said it is the custom that on the wedding night he gets to take her to bed, does that have anything to 
do with selective breeding? 

Alan: That was pa11 of it; it's called the right of preprogen.itor. They thought that by coming into a 
place and creating an offspring then technical ly by the time that child grew up he wouldn't mrn 
against his own cousin. But from the most ancient times, the custom was to give away a daughter. 
The Pharaohs did this all over the Middle Ea~t, where they rul.ed; from the earliest times they would 
give a daughter to a local prince, and her offspring would then be related to the Pharaoh. Just like 
in the Middle Ages in Europe, the Pbaroall also sent his sons off H> the local princes, and they would 
become a squire before they would become a knight. This custom went on from about 3000 B.C. 
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right up until the 1600's A.D., right through the Mcrovingians, the (';1rol ingians, Brita in, Holland. 
France, Gcnnany, Norway. everywhere. 

Jackie: Maybe that· s the only way we can find the lruth. Do the research and put the ptcces 
together, use the mind thot God gave us and probe. 

Alan: A good study is jus1 looking at the coat of arms of various nobi lities. After they used the 
branch and the tree. and it became known what it mcam to 1he people. and lhe people eventually 
turned away. You imd out that my name might be the same as theirs. but it's because my 
grandparents adopted it. 1l1esc people don' t belong to me. and they know thai too. So they 
changed it into an ontlcr's hom, which is sti ll symbol ic of lhc tree. or the br~nches. or the limb 
boughs of the tree. So you get a ll of that and the symbtJ logy in the coa ls of arms. The sign for 
ancient Babylon was the young lion. the baby lion. and they had one on either side of the shield or 
the crest, which is also called a comb. or a plume (the feathers on top of your head like a knight.) 
W'dS on 1hc gate in Rahylon. In England, the couchant !heraldic] lion , the adult lion, is lying down. 
London used w be cal led Leondon. it was the lion ·s den. that was the original name of' il. In the 
north of Scotland. you have the baby lion, th e ra mpant !herald ic! lion. it's a young lion [depictedJ 
standing up. In Wales. you bavc the dragon, the red dragon of Wales. In Ireland , you have the 
eyrie [aerie. eyryj and that's what they call Ireland, f..ire, and you have [in their heraldry] the harp. 
tl1ey say it's the harp of Oa\'id. but it's also called eyrie. and eyrie is the nest of the eagle. That· s all 
in Britain. The people in Britain are generally ignorant of the fact tltcmselves, but those in socicly at 
the very tOp are very, very aware of them, because even though they rule over the people and the 
people arc kept in ignorance and they' II go off and light and die 1/.lr them as they have done for 
hundreds of years, the nobility know they are a scpar.llc race altogether. They still call all the people 
catth:, of course, at the top. 

Jackie: In defense of the world order. we will have to kill and die. I would like to ask you if you 
have any thoughts that you would like to share wi th our listeners who are steadfast wi th [the idea 
thatJ the King James Bible is the Word of God, is the truth. and God would not let anyone tamper 
with I lis Word. 

AlaJJ: Since histories have always been 1.vritten by the ones who ru le. ond that includes al l Bibles, 
and I mean every religion's Bible, too, has been written by them. 

Jackie: Is it because it' s called the Holy Bible? 

Alan: They can call it whatever they want, but the fact is I hat every religion has been written by an 
international el ite right rrom the very beginning, wi th the defini te purpose in mind to create conll ict. 
to make people go off and d ie l()r whichever god they've been taught to believe in. The fi rst thing 
that every child is taught is what stays in their head forever. that's why people stay Christians and 
Mohammedan. That's just the way it is. every psychologist knows that. So we've got 10 realize that 
people will always return to a concept , or a security zone. 1 think I mentioned earlier today about 
Alexander Solzenitzcn who gave a brilliant example of the comfort zone, which is no comfort al all , 
when you get down to it. Alexander said that when he was a young boy (be w~os one of the elite 
ru ling class of the new Russia) he and his brother went to look down upon a road, which led from a 
mine to a prison camp and they watched the same gang being herded by two guards back to the 
prison camp every evening. and one month they saw one of the prisoners knocking down a guard, 
taking his rille, another prisoner did the same with the guard at the rear. Then the two started 
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shoming at everybody ebe, saying ··Lers escape, let's escape now!"" and after about three minutes 
the rest o l them stood and looked dumbly at the ground, and the two guys took oll' by themselves. 
Alexander and his brother watched for about five minutes while the guys shuffled about, murmuring 
and looking down; their spirits were broke11, or course, they'd been under a massive food 
deprivation, and everything e lse, and in unison they eventually started shuffling oif back to the 
prison camp on their o,vn, where, no doubt I'm tl1ey were torttu·ed and probably killed because they 
wotdd get blamed for taking part and kiJJing two guards. They went.back to the security, which is 
no security at all: they went back to their pen. That is how most people, even when they 're raced 
with truth, wil l react. Their conditioning will make them do so, because to become unconditioned, 
to become deconditioned, to become awake or a live. can be a scary thing to a lot of people. because 
the crutches have gone, you're now on your own for your first time in your life. 

Jackie: But you' re not a lone. 

Alan: But you think you arc, you see. All this time you believed there ·s something taking care of 
you because you·re too weak, stupid and dumb and helpless, rotten and bad to do it yourself. 
Suddenly you realize ''I'm not a mass murderer, I don't go around beating up people, I don't steal 
from people, and I can start speaking for myself now, and talking out t'O these people on their own 
terms, and looking them straight in the eye." When you think how much wealth has been dug out of 
the planet for thousands of years by the masses o l people and how few hands it has ended up in, and 
this is the twentieth century. Now, even in socialism, they·vc taken all the bene.liL~ that they ' ve 
gained, the so-called fi·ee heal th care, (which wasn't free at all, it was all funded from our pockets,} 
they ' ve taken it away hit by bit, as they arc in Canada. for instance. So. wbat you have to remember 
is that what the master gives the master always takes away. It's part of the game . .But wltil we 
realr;,:e that the media. aU the politicians (I don't even bother to check if they're CFR [Council on 
Foreign Relations] any more. I just take it for granted that they arc} have been through the system, 
they wouldn' t be in it un less they were accepted; that's simple fact The Zionist PrOI()C{lls S'<~id that 
"Whenever a hero rises amongst tbe people, regardless of the side, he wi ll be one of ours;" that's 
just the way it is, because that's the technique they've used all along. 

Jackie: \Vhat about Rush Limbaugh?

He became a hero because 
he was s itting there with script writers and all these facts, and when it came to NAFTA, he did the 
usual thing; he being the bull, the cattle fo llowed him.

Jackie: So who's behind him? 

Alan: lie's part or tbe media control . The media is a tool of the elite, they always have been and 
they always will be. They're in the middle, but their job is to control the people. You can' t watch a 
news show today without knowing that everything that's coming out is either terror or fear; fear to 
C·Omc, possible fear; you're going to gel poorer for sure. Then they dazzle jt up with sports and all 
Lhese things in between to try and trivialize reality, what we' re given as reality. So your reactions to 
the input won' t be correct. You end up being very confused, and when you' re confused you're vety 
easily Jed. Nothing is by accident. The media is definitely the big, big tool today; in fact, it's taken 
over from the pries thoods. 
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Jackie: I have a friend who so id that he was really concerned about me; he said that he loves me and 
that he's afraid rm going to hell. because I didn't believe exactly the way he did. 

Alan: Well , those ones that arc stuck in that \\~II be in it forever. 

Jackie: lie said he thought I was getting into mysticism. 

Alan: Don't forget that a mystery is only something which you don·t understand yet Once you 
understand it it's no mystery. 

Jackie: But the word mysticism was used. 

Alan: It's the same thing. H basically means things you don·t understand, or a technique fyou don't 
understanci. I A mystery is only something you don't understand yet, once you do undc:rstand it, the 
mystery is gone. 'I hat's what they call it the mysteries, they arc no longer mysteries to the person 
who carne out knowing the answers. But that's why they were wrapped in so many diflerent vei ls 
and puz;.:lcs for the initiates. 
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Jackie: Let"s get started talking about de-programming. folks, if a whole lot of people .do 11 little 
bi l. .. 

Alan: Yes. l really think it does come down to that because on so much of shNt wave, like any 
other medium or media has big backing, and you'll always hear what they want you to hear where 
you have the big backing. TI1at"s why there are very few avenues for people to get the message out 
and not be controlled or not be part of the management movement. This is one of the lew shows that 
exist where it's vo luntary contribution that keeps the whole thing going, there's no party line being 
spouted and there's no control mechanism in play as far as what's being said here. It's just the 
opposite in fact, and so they would be very, very happy if you went off the air, I'm sure. What I'd 
like to say too, is you see, once I'm off the air, (I know this for a fact, because I ' ve watched it 
happen to others in the past, more in the remote past than now,) they come in, they start off with the 
usual on the last track that I would just leave and they'll lead you right back into the corra.l, righf 
hack info if. 

Jackie: They'll try to. 

Alan: It works. T hey know the psychology, they have banks of psychologists working at all levels 
of the government, at the top; every country does. They have just as many psychologists as they do 
lawyers, so does the military at the top. It's a well-established fact that the old Cyclops that I talked 
about last night is sti ll well in operation today and it's called PSYOPS today and it's the same 
techniqu.:. What has always worked on man, will always work on man. In other words, they give 
you the stimulus, they know how you will react to it., according to previous experience, and then 
they simply lead you to where they want you to go, which is right back into the pen. It' s a well­
proven technique. the tc,;hniqucs never fail ; they 'vc used it all, do\VJJ through thousands of years. 
from the earliest of times. Nothing, in tact, is really new, and maybe that's a good place to start this 
of[ 

I don ' t take notes onvri te up a program or think of what I'm going to say. It just comes right 
out of' me, which is the best way to communicate to anybody. That's the only way we can get real 
truth out of people; it's what's inside of them. lCs a good way to start out, because I was going to 
talk about the media and mainly about movies and the film industry, whlch is only a new medium o/' 
pulling across the anc ient techniques. They can go way beyond Plato to the earl iest of times, where 
'vise men certainly d id when they picked out the creme of crop of the fish, so to speak. and schooled 
them. They also schooled people in what they called the arts. The arts is pru1 of entertn1tunent and 
when you speak of entertainment you arc entering the tin, and it comes from tain, T-A-1-N, and 
you're entering a skin or a cover or a shell. Tinseltovvn. That's existed since lime immemorial 
where people arc tempted in, usually through something which is amazing on the outside. 

In ancient times, they would have a dwarf or something which was very unusual to attTact 
people in. Once you were inside they would then proceed to amaze you, but it wasn' t simply for 
your runuscmcnt but because people have always and always will and do today copy and mimic out 
what they see when their guard is do\VJl. When you're entcrtaiJJed, that part of your brain which is 
your sensor comes into play, it goes out actually, it's locked out; you're unaware now; literally 
unaware. Whatever you see, whether it's a fashion that's being portrayed to you, a way of behavior, 
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especially directed at females or males. ·1 hcy",·c never changed the technique. You can go into the 
ancient Egyptian dances, the Dances of the Seven Veils. as they called it. and they knew exactly 
hO\\ much flesh to show. what parts of the flesh to show on a female to make the guys aggressi,·e 
for ~ex and that's always used. Exactly the same stories of JX'Oplc being stranded; put together, and 
this turns on the woman, being in conlincmcnt with the hero: the female will always identifY with 
tile heroine, regardless of who you are. how old you arc, how much you weigh or anything else and 
vice versa lo r the male, through watch ing the stranded-type movie, tile thrown-together-Lyre movie. 
They just did another one recently with I Iarrison Ford; it's out now, in !'<:let. S~me old story, 
marooned on an island, she hates him, she loves him. she hat.:s him, she loves him, and of course, in 
the end I'm sure they'll end up in bed together, even though n(JW thoy'vc added the part that she's 
married, but so what? So, we follow and we mimic. as they say. what is shown to us because the 
sensor pan of our brain is then down and the stories have never ever, ever, ever changed. they·re 
ju~\ simply given a new fashion lor the time you live in, an outward appearance. Psychology has 
always been used to entertain the people who enter in. Tain comes from tin: it's the same word 
rea II). tin. meaning a shell, or to cover. 

Jackie: Thai's why they call it Tinseltown? 

t\lon: Tinseltown is a fa<rade, it 's a western facade. li's just a front like everything else and it looks 
real, bu t in rea lity there's nothing behind the street. but it's what you sec that seems real because it 
al l comes from amazement. The word <~maz.emcnt comes from Mizraim, which is the old name for 
Egypt; you went to be amazed in Egypt. 

Jackie: T hat's why . in the New World Order, the entcrwincrs and the athletes will be so high ly paid. 

Alan: Oh. yes. because acting is like Plato said, and this is what we must understand. The people 
who mo\cd into llollywood. the holy wood. (and there are no hollies tl1crc. by the way; it's literally 
the holly wood. the magic wand) The people who moved in there were not poor refugees fleeing 
Europe. They were extremely wealthy people who came tbcre from New York and then six of them, 
of course. for the six points of their star. moved into San l'mncisco and Los Angeles. California. 
California, of course, is just a new caliph. which means a ruler from India; that's what tl1ey called 
IJ1cm, caliph. 

Jnckie: In Cal ifornia so many names are from the Spanish. 

Alan: It doesn' t make any difference because it was set up hundreds o f ye~ rs in advance. We 're 
tulking 11bout people who plan history in advoncc. This isn't just happenstnnce. They'd like you to 
think th<•t history is a gradual evolution of just one random occurrence a fter another. lt was very 
well plotted because the ancient world was known long, long before Columbus came along. You 
can go into Cronos's palace in Crete and you look there for a King Minos who sat on his thrown. 
and wrapped round the walls you have the griflin on the wall. The griffin is a very important name, 
because it's a half-lion with the head of a bird with a particular crest or a plume. which is also called 
a sign or a comb on top of its head. TI1ey also have pictures around there and on the island of Terra 
in the t\cgcan there this particular elite lived at that time and ran d1e whole commerce and trade of 
the world at that period, they had peacock feathers sticking out of tbeir hair. The peacock is only 
native to two countries and really it was native only in one and taken to the other and that was in 
South t\merica, Latin America, because they bui lt pyramids there in a previous age, and you' ll also 
lind the peacock in Australia, and yet wc"rc taught that it didn't move out of the t\cgean and 
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Mediterranean Seas, past the Pilla rs of Hercules. which is s imply the Straits o f Gibralta r, unti l 
thousands o f yea rs later within our time period, but Minos existed in the 2500-3000 B.C .. So they 
had the world well mapped long, long before. Nothing is by chance. lt·s pure logic and by us ing 
your own .;yc and senses. not by what somebody else has told you, that you come to decisions. A 
peacock cannot be in Minos in 3000 R.C. if you were to take their graduation of history. 

If "e go into entertainment once more. and since I hit on Minos, I'll give you that as an 
example. You probably know of the movie Stargate. lt·s the one where they find this big circle in 
Egypt, they wonder what it 's for and they hook it up to some hydro plant inside a mounta in , which 
is very symbolic; they've been there before. They go through thi s port, or gate, and they e nd u p in 
another planet and of course the mi litary goes in first and they find a similar pyramid on this other 
planet. On this particular planet. they find the old pharaoh, who is Ra. the sun god. living in this 
pyramid, which is some kind of ship or something. 111c pharaoh sends out these guys who have 
heads like birds and they have these spears which can shoot rays at people. They have a nati ve 
population on this planet that arc mining for them: they arc mining all this slllff that the pharaoh 
would need. 1·11 te ll you where the story came li·om. It came from Minos, 3000 B.C. It's a five 
thousand yc~ r old story, because Minos was the first king who was appointed over the peasants of 
that land and the peasants were terrified of a person who had a hull 's hcl)d and the body of a man. 

Jackie: Who appointed Minos? 

Alan: Well , the high priest did. I'm telling you the story of Minos. Minos was the guy who took on 
th is god-bull. This bu ll-man, a rnan wi L11the head of a bull. in other words it was like a mask. This 
mask chased all the people around and terrified them. It was painted wi th blood and horns on it, it 
had a golden face painted with black streaks on it. So, the story of Minos, (and anyone can read it 
in Gn:ek mythology,) this brave young fellow. chases the bull-man to a cave, (because they lived in 
tunnels and always did) and he comes out "ilh the head of the bull. the mask, in otl1er words. He 
waves it above the crowd and the crowd says. "My god. he must be a god because only a god can 
kill a god." The priests, who arc all part of the plan, then come out of the cave. They IUlccl before 
Minos. Minos is now the king. A well-staged re hearsa l, I' m sure they did it a few times before the 
real event. Minos then, started to create an anny and got the people to work overtime, 
overproducing and he fed his nrmy with overproduction. He then created a fleet of ships and then 
set off to conquer the surrounding islands and he became very, very wealthy and there arc palaces 
yet on Cronos !dedicated) to him, and the whole island is riddled with tunnels. So. that is the exact 
same thi ng because llis symbol is the same as the one in Stargare where these guys were sent out 
with tl1e bird heads, because Minos' symbol, apart from the bull' s head is all around the inside o f 
the throne thrown room in Cronos. Anybody can go and get pictures of it out of the library. You' ll 
see the griflln, the lion's body, which is a sign of royalty and on top it has the head of the bird on 
each one of tl1cm. They caJJ this the Minoan Era or Age, the Minoan. The Minoans were simply the 
Phoenicians, and also the Egyptians. they were all of tl1c different peoples who have always ruo the 
planel and they always had the trade, they always had the gold and they sti ll do today, of course, 
nothing has ever, ever changed. 

Nothing is new that you even see in cntcrtnimnen t. They're giving you messages, they' re 
mocking at you because you don't know history and they know it, you see. Through all their 
messages. primari ly the ones for teenagers, they·re taking teens back into very animalistic behavior 
through sex. sex, sex which they started in the 1940. s during the war. Al Christmas. I watched one 
of HoUywood's "applauding movies" (they applaud themselves all the time) and they were showing 
you, io their own words, here arc the teeny-bopper movies that we churned out during the war, and 
there's nothing btl! female dancers with very little on, land these movies were! giving messages and

also degrading females, of course, and guys would think of nothing bm sex and stop thinking of 
them being females. Just you an idea of where they're at in Hollywood, they u~ed to call those 
dancers [in the chorus line, I the ones with all the legs righ t across the stage, hoofers. They came 
from all over America, looking fo r fame, fall ing into the tra p, because vanity is a good liule carrot 
and it's been well used for thousands of years. Off they went to work their way, as they ~:ailed it. 
through Hollywood. Everybody knows what working their way literally means. ask Hugh Hel11er. 
he's one of the ki11gs of that method. When they line them all up I ttl size them up ftlr the pan] they 
call it cattle call. You're standing in line for a cattle call. 

Jackie: Do they actuo lly call it that? 

Alan: That's what it's called. It has never changed. You' re cattle. What's even more amazing is 
they have you addicted to movies and every movie is programming you. because your sensors are 
down. Ytlu th.ink you're literally watch.ing something completely innocent, but there ' s no such 
thing. In their movie livllywoodism, (where they boasted quite openly that they created American 
culture, which is quite correct, they did.) they said that people, when they went rto sec a movie on) 
the big screen, saw figures which were larger tnan lite and once again you're back to the giants. 
Those giants impress the values onto the Little people that watch. So nothing is new under the sun. 
The same techniques are in play and unfortunately, entertainment is very add ictive. Everybody 
loves a good movie. But there isn't a part of that movie that isn ' t speci fi cal ly designed for you as a 
woman or me as a guy, or the kid s itting next to you, the child. It's all specifically designed to 
creme a behavior mode. There isn't a movie tOday you could W<llch that hasn ' t got a sex scene in it. 
Ten years ago it was called stlft-porn, now they"ve got a whole world watching soft-porn, and of 
course, it's getting harder and harder all the time and the goal wi ll be pure sex, I have no doubt 
whatsoever about that. They know it too. Nobody will object, because all the censors belong to 
them. Every company has a censor dcprutmcnt. 

Jackie: We wind up in an animal ~-tate. 

Alan: More than just that; it's well known that sexual abuse, (and every psychologist and 
psychiatrist knows this,) that people who suffer fwm sexual abuse from a very early age have a 
retarded growth of the frontal lobes of the brain, ncar the frontal cortex. On either side of the cortex, 
you have what you call the parietal lobes and that's called the silent area. That silent area is the 
biggest part of your brain, but at the h·ontal lobes there is a s lowing down, a retardation of growth in 
people who are involved henvi ly in sexual abuse when they're children. Sexual abuse does not have 
to be physical even, there is much more psychological sexual abuse thrown out there. We watch it 
every day, and we call that entertainment 

Jackie: The sick thing is that the children arc watching tllis. 

Alan: Yes, and it's very deliberate; there is nothing by chance about ii. I've known in the past when 
people have complained to entertainment, to Hollywood, to the censors in Britain, complaining 
about the violence and the sex, and of course looking around them and seeing it happening in real 
life everywhere, the first thing you hear is "freedom of speech," and "we can't have censorship," 
and yet in Hollywoodism, (based on the Neal Gabler book An Empire of Their Own: How the Jews 
Invented Holiywood (1989)] they boast qu ite p lainly and openly about creating the culture, quite 
openly. They can't help it because they are very pompous and arrogant. 
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Jackie: Where was H<>l~ywoodism produced? 

Alan: It was done in Canada, sponsored by Canadian taxpayers' money; it was the CBC. It shou.ld 
be out in the U.S., I've got a copy of it here, in fact. ll1e associate producer land director] is 
l Simcbaj Jacobovici. Ho!lpvoodism: .Jews. J'v!ovies and the American Dream, in association with 
tl1c Canadian Broadcasting Corporation, (that's Canadian tax-payers' money if anybody even 
bothers or cares about it.) It was on A&E (An~ and Entertainment Network, Channel 4) and ZOF 
Art with the participation of Canadian Television and Cable Prodnctioo Ftmd taxpayers' money and 
the governmem of Canada. 'l11at's nice to know that we just gave them a big pat on the hack lor 
brainwashing most of the world into a state of degeneration. Now even in the movie, when they 
bring on these professional speakers to tell you how ~ad it was for them all coming here penniless, 
all of the absolute lying and giving you guilt and unreality at the same time because when you build 
these big studios it cosL~ millions of dollars. They brought in the sons and daughters and the sons 
and daughters and the SOlJS and daughters of actors going back hundreds and hundreds and hundreds 
of years, because as Plato said, ·'An actor and an actress must produce the same." Just like what 
you saw with John Wilkes Bootl1 that shot Lincoln, his father was also an actor before him, a 
Shakespearean actor, too. If anybody knows American history, the father of John Wilkes Booth was 
given a Masonic funeral. At the funeral rabbis turned up because he came into the synagogue. He 
spoke Ouent Hebrew, and the Cathol ic Church, the bishop turned up, and the Protestant minister 
turned up because he'd gone to them aiL This is your typical type who goes right through history 
and he's one of everybody. they're very well schooled, very well educated, but the one thing they 
all agree on was that Booth's father was given a Masonic burial. and he was a Shakespearean ac tor 
who'd played all over Europe to royalty. 

So. we saw an influx coming into the U.S. of pro fessional players. They' re taught from 
childhood every single movemeat that you see on a screen, right down to something that will appear 
as a sl ight !lash to you, or you won't take it consciously in, and they can go through a whole 
sequence of events, which could not happen in reality. in one hour and a half, all by using unspoken 
language, because language is primarily non-verbal. Bette Davis ran a school in London, in fact: she 
was p<u·t of the Shakespearean actor' s team. You saw them on BBC many years ago, going through 
every little movement that you wouldn 't even think o f, in s low motion, over and over again. lt was 
either a sexual movement or an aggressive movement and so on. They're so well skilled, it' s a 
terri fic skill and they' re brought up since chi ldhood. You' ll see the children's programs today; they 
all have their sons and daughters starting off about five years old wh.o are already trained in the an 
of acting, which is the art of illusion. During the 1960's in Britain, wb.en they were concluding what 
they were going to do about creating a world cul1\1re, they actually were saying, "WelL whose 
culture will it be? Should the BBC promiHe it or should Hollywood?" They said in the newspapers 
back then, it wi ll be a universal culture. created by Hollywood. 

Jackie: Un iver~l Studios. 

Alan: Yes, that's right; Para.molll1t, li t means] over the mountaiu. There is hard ly a movie that 
doesn't open in your face with a pymmid or a mountain or some symbol of the same thing. 

Jackie: No, they' re having a big game with all of their symbols today. 

Alan: Yes, and we are conditioned to think n<>thing of it, not even to ask why. What does it even 
mean? But, they know what they're doing. Plato said at almosthalf a millennium B.C., if you want 
to create a culture which wi ll be the dominant culture, we must make sure that our writers, our 
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players. playwrights, and those who pcrfonn in front of the public must do it in n ~uitable fashion 
where there's no sex, et cetera. lie also sa id that if you wanted to conquer a nation or conquer a 
world. he said. \\c can put our players in who will use every technique to take it do"n . 

.Iackie: Am I going to read that in Plato's Republic? 

Alan: You w~ll if your eyes are open. You should read it over and over. Sometimes, I'll come to a 
line, and I'll take it at f:~ce value until I go over it again and I think, my god. take the whole thing in 
sequence. what he's just said and literally, he· s telling you the technique. 

Jackie: Well . you know, that would really mean nothing, Nan. if it weren·l what is happening 
today. That's" hat is so ... when was Plato here? 

Alan: lie died in about470 B.C.. right about then: about twenty five hundred years ago. 

Jackie: Everything tbat he's talking about is what is happening today. 

AJan: lie also said that they would license doctors in this perf~t new utopia. They're talking about 
their utopia, you understand? They would license the doctors to kill off the weak at birtl1. So doctors 
would be licensed to kill off the weak at birth and eventually, of course the elderly. those "ho were 
simply the useless animals. The suue would also decide who would breed and who would breed for 
what function. whic.b is exactly what H.G. Wells talks about in his wri tings, too, where in this great 
new utopia of theirs they will actually create human beings for specific tasks, who will do 
monotonous jobs because that part of the brain which has consciousness in it. shall s imply not exist. 
they'll remove it genetica lly. This is a lso found i11 the wri tings in Cambridge, the <.:nmbridge Circle 
and the Oxford Group, the so-called Communists. were quite open about it. l F.mcstl Rutherford was 
one of the prime mathematicians who gave his theories. of course, on the creation of the atomic 
bomb. He belonged to the CaJnbridge group. He w~s wel l-connected, in fact the guy who eventually 
brought the bomb outllgor Kurchatovl (the bomb in Russia. that is) studied with him at Cambridge. 
lie talked openly about how through mathematics and through genetics, they would definitely 
create their new man, their new slave; they make no bones about this. These people are in control 
and always h<tVC been in contTOL They know precisely what they're doing. There was no violence 
until they started shoving it in your face. We now sit and watch everybody in a combat stance 
whenever you turn a TV on, in some so-called en te rtainment, movie or serial or whatever it's called. 
We' re so used 10 it and yet in their own words they say. "Monkey see. monkey do ... 

Jackie: I was Watch ing Illy grandson rlay wi th his rriend with their litt le toys and they got into a 
light. I broke it up and asked them to sbake hands and be friends. 

Alan: I' ll just give you a little bit on what you've talked about. I' ll tell you how it works. When the 
Battle of Gettysburg was Jlnishcd, in the age of Mal thus and his followers (Jefferson read Malthus, 
by the way, he writes about it in his book.) and it was the age of statistics. 

Jackie: Oid he :1grce with Malthus? 

Alan: He did actually, yes. 
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Jackie: Malt.hus was the man, back in the days of Darwin, who came up with the theory that we' re 
going to be so overpopulated that we've got to start depopulation. 

Alan: Y cs, which was a big lie from the start. 

Jackie : Yes, and it is today, given that the ent·ire popula tion of the e:1rth can fi t in Texas. with room 
to move. 

Alan: I can remember since I was small. the big thing in Rritain was when they started filling it with 
immigrants from India which was decided before the Second World War, in fact I've got it in the 
book that the CFR put out tllill the meeting in Sydney, Au.sLra lia, that they'd nood Rri tain with 
immigrants from Indio. The reason it was given right through to Margaret Thatcher's time: she 
made the same statement. "Well, the white population is dropping in numbers and we need extra 
people tO pay off the national debt.'' In other words. there arc not enough of you whites to pay ofT 
all the money that we owe or you owe. lfs the same today. Canada gives out two different 
versions. They give out the one that the white race is dropping io population so we have to bring in 
immigrants and yet, by their own reasoning and al l of their own philosophers thai they've stud ied, 
they know dam well that you bring in different cultures. you're going to have conflict. which is 
exactly what they do want because once you have connict you must have compromise. 

Jackie: Most of them wind up on wei fare aoyway. 

/\ I an: Yes. we have towers in Toronto full of Somalis brought in ()VCr the war [Somali Civil War.) 
including the gang leader from Somalia. His wife was here (she may still be here). she was living in 
Canada. liYing on welfare for four or five years before they declared it to the public and yet this is 
the same guy that the U.S. troops were over so-called fighting, the drug dealer over there, and half 
of his cousins, which they call lieutenants, in other words his strongmen, gang members and they 
were also liviog over here on welfare in Canada. So the whole llung is o farce. 

Jackie: Did we get off our track? You were talking about violence. 

Alan: Well, the track is at Gettysburg, they took statistics at the end o f the battle on both sides and 
they found out that only fifteen percent of the dead on the battlefield when they picked up )and 
examined the ir rilles) only fifteen percent had actually fired them. (This shows you how cool they 
were. These are scientists going in and actually were pre-determining things that played before the 
battle. llow many guys had actually discharged their muskets?) ln the Second World War, we find 
that Marshall bad a s urvey taken in Europe of American troops and they were given comple te 
freedom to speak, no punishment, and he asked them how many of them actually ki lled the enemy 
and again, it carne out about fi fteen percent actua lly could admit to killing an enemy, which told 
them that this was very, very inefficient. It is abnormal for a human being to ki ll another human 
being. It always was. 

Jackie: Does tbat mean that fifteen percent ofll1cm did all the killing? 

Alan: That's correct. Now, it also meant that it was very inefficient. Up to that tirne they used bulls 
eyes. round targets for target fire. now they use hwuan figures. They found out that by repetition, 
which is conditioning, which is the same as program planning, they usc it for the milirary and the 
police. that eventually when you see a real target you're already conditioned for a human form, very 
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import:mt is the humon rorm. you will fire when it comes to it. They found out a licr that, in the 
Korean W~1r and Vietnam they ccrtajnly did improve the figures. It wen t up from liflcen percent up 
to sixty-five percent through conditioning. We lind that this was done. again. through simulation. 
They did many experiments on the troops using visual simulation, including what they do today. 
machines. that's why they cvemually fi lled the arcades for little chi ldren with machines, where the 
sole purpose is to go from 1\ to f3 and kill as many of these little human figures as you can see and 
they know perfectly well that they arc going to cause the violence. which they do want, by the way. 

The kids. from a very early age are hooked on this. they don't sec it as a Jiulc person, they 
sec it as just a little human-shaped thing and they just pop this little lever and press a liule button 
and the lillie thing just blows up and disappears and then you go on immediately to the nc>.1: one and 
they ' re perfectly, pe,:fecrly aware of the impact this has on the conditioning of chi ldn:n. This did not 
exist years ago. You did not have babysiucrs being blown away by the liu le children who they're 
babysitting hccausc they wouldn' t turn the channel; we do now. 

So we better be very aware that what we· rc addicted to. and it is an addiction. is 
programming us. Every pan of our relationships. "hich generally today of course break down, 
because in every movie there's always an extremely attracti ve woman who is llC\Cr going to be 
your wife because it's ~ 11 image which doesn't exist and vice versa. The man is going to come home 
from work with a pair of overalls on and he certainly is no I Iarrison Ford. so it creates 
dissatisfaction. The sexual scenes are well portrayed, they· re very sensua I. That doesn -, happen 
when you· re tired at night and the kids have been screaming all day and so on and so on, and affairs 
happen, and it's in most of the movies today, so we arc mimicking what is given tO us and they 
know it because they've always known it, going back prior to PJ:uo. Now, that's what I really 
wanted to say tonight. 

Jackie: When we were talking about dcpro~:-'Tilmming. in other words. the information. Do you think 
that it helps for people to know and to understand? That it can begin to make a difference or get it 
ou t of thei r heads? [Today a caller I mentioned that we had talked about the Mllsons and then he 
told me th~l he has wonderful fam ily and friends who arc Masons and I said, "But they're not 33rd 
degree." My dad was a Mason and he was a wonderfu l person, but he was lirst leve l. and I know he 
took that oath, I know he had to. and it's diflicuh for me to believe that he did. But anyway [\hjs 
caller saidl "They"re not bad. Look at the Shiner's Hospital, look at a lithe good things." 

Alan: Yes , they a lways point to that. 

Jackie: I knO\\ it and I said, but they ha\'C to do that. it's a cover. it's a from. 

1\Jan: 'll1cy should also tell them that tl1cy' rc also charging now at d1esc hospitals :md the Methodist 
Church hos more hospitals all over the world than tl1cy do. So does the Roman Cathol ic Church, and 
many others. They can' t tel l you where the money really goes and ends up. 

Jackie: We were going to talk about deprogramming. What is dcprogramming and how docs 
deprogramming happen? 

Alan: Progranuning starts from an early age so you must be aware ... 

Jackie: De-programming. 
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Alan: Yes, but ytlu must understand what programming is. Programming basically consistS of 
techniques which generally cause to stimulate what we'd call egosyntonic feelings. People are 
basically egosyntonic, meaning that we'd rather do something pleasurable than something which 
causes work or labor or whatever. This is well understood by the anc ient psychologists and you 
better bel ieve that it existed back then because it certainly did, ju$t read their books. The way 
programming works, il's a form of gratification. They give you something which makes you feel 
go·od. 

Jackie: Much of our lives have been shaped by them, without our being aware of it. We've talked 
about mind control on the program: we ' ve had Steven Jacobson on several times and we've talked 
obout it. For example, wbat they" re doing with the children in the schools. Skinnerian operant 
conditioning, the man who did his research with pigeons and rats and dogs and they are now nsing 
his methods on our children. 

Alan: Yeah, but they had done that thousands of years ago. They knew exactly what to do. They 
used experiments on an imals, and primari ly on humans thousands of years ago. 

Jackie: )'ve spent a lot o f' time documen ting the ioformatiOJl on tl1is; and "I have said this to our 
listeners and r am going to say it again, if when you hear this information, like about our children, if 
it doesn't pull you up out of your easy chair and away from your television with anger and 
indignation then you're one or their su~jects, their victims and I don' t th ink they're going to be 
setting up deprogramming cliJ1ics around the country or any country_ My only hope is that we rid 
our minds of all of the Stoff that doesn' t belong there, and to give us back our dignity and to help us 
to know and understand who we really are. 

Alan: Jt·u only actually work on a few people. Most people will stay in the conditioning because 
they are conditioned already. they enjoy it. They're wallo'·'~ng in lbe mod as tbey would say at the 
top, and they can'! get out of it because they enjoy it too much. 

Jackie: Well, how they would stay in it is to say, "I don't believe tltis." I mean, how else would 
you want to stay in something like this? 

Alan: Because, again. these people arc addicted to it. It's li ke any addiction. There' s a withdrawal, 
if you want to get off of it ond the human capaci ty for entertainment is limitless and it's always been 
known that irs limitless and tl1ere's an unlimited an1ount of en tertainment out there. Take your 
simple comedy; you ' re getting more messages given to you in simple comedies; they' re halt~hour 
!lashes ba~ically, and you even laugh when they prompt you to laugh. They prompl you to laugh 
They have canned laughter and that's called a prompt. Knowing that the human being will follow 
suit being a herd animal as they call us, as we are, you see. There is nothing you see on the air that 
i.s not psychologically devised in some way or another. There are more messages going through 
s itcoms because you're completely disarmed with a sitcom; comple!ely. 

Jackie: I don' t watch the television a lot and when 1 stop to watch some of these si tcoms that arc on 
and hear all the laughter 1 am in awe that anybody can find anything amusing in what people are 
laughing about. Maybe staying away from the television is the best thing we can do. 

Alan: Jt is. ! think it was in the news in Dellti, I think, about two or three years ago the people were 
really rank led about the televisions that were getting imported, tens of t11ousands of second hand 
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re furbished TV's from Amcric.:a, and sell ing them in India; thars what they did in Scotland, by the 
way. in the 1950's because the miners couldn't afford them. they were basically throwing them at 
them. [In Delhil they were complaining about all lltis American filth that \\as coming out of TV and 
tltey had a national day where they threw all of their televisions out into the street. 

Jackie: It used to be they promised a chicken in e\-CI)' pot and now it's a tcle,•ision in every room. 

Alan: Yes. and literally. as Orwell said. it"s right there. You·rc paying for your own programming. 

Jackie: We talked maybe about opening the phone lines and you said you think not and you would 
say why. 

Alan: I know ''ho is out there and I know they "~II try to waste a whole hour's progmmming on 
something completely off angle. 

J:tckic: \Ve' ve had some good calls with good questions. 

Alan: But I think now you' re !ttarti ng to be approached by the ones \'vho wi ll probably try and 
divert. 

Jackie: We ll , we' lltalk about this and maybe we' ll j ust play it by ear but I know that we have some 
good listeners out there who arc very serious and who arc already doing thei r homework and their 
research ;J11d who arc reporting back to me that they' re find ing what you've been ta lking about. You 
said the other night that history was created l()r us. and of course lltc books I that we 've been given 
as our hi stories. I My question is how do we know the history that you have read and that people are 
researching wasn't wrillcn for us? 

A lan: Most of it ltas changed, but the ones that arc consistent and especially the older books, which 
were mainly written for them in the first place, the ru ling elite. 

Jackie: Y cs. there arc some books today ll1at you have to pay Jour or five hundred dollars to get. 

Alan: Titat's right. You noticed. eh? 

Jackie: I hope that the New Year "ill bring change, but not their kind of change. 

Alan: It takes effort. 
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Jackie: llappy New Year, whatever that means. We celebrate the New Year every year that comes 
in. and 1 bet you could tell us something about this. 

Alan: There arc a lot of stories to New Year; they ca ll it Hogmanay in Scotland. 

Jackie: Maybe it means something to each or us that an old year. a year gone by, ond the New Year 
coming in, all of the things that we would like to do and the ways we would like to be, then we 
make promises, :md we break those promises don't we? 

Alan: Yes. we tend to. I think il's time we stop making the usual ones and try for something new. 

J:~ckic : Resolutions are made to be broken and if we· re going to make changes, and if we're going 
to begin anew, or begin to do or be what we want to be, why not right now; that's what you're 
talking about. 

1\IOJl: Yes. we've had too many centuries o f being half a"vake and maybe not even that. I think i t's 
time we really woke up and had a good look around ai everything and look at the structures around 
us. and a ll of the things that we lhink we hold ncar and dear, and decide what is rc;il, and what is 
rc<tl ly dear. 1 was just thinking the other day that at this time or the year they always pull out 
bagpipes in .ScoUand, you know the bands and so on, and they have mil itary marches and it has the 
same effect. a sort of wag the dog scenario; in Scotland if you hear the bagpipes and you· re Scottish 
you'll go off to wherever they point and die, if they tell you to. it's a very primitive emotional 
genetic tug. 

Jackie: Whar a way to stan a new year. 

Alan: Yes, I think we'll see a lot of changes this year; we·ve got to get more chaos. that's for sure. 
Since this is the year of chaos; more chaos and double speak 

Jackie: Let's open the phone lines tonighl. If somebody wants to call in and debate theology. we' ll 
j ust kindly pLlSh the button and if a l' reemason wants to call in and tell us how wonderful 
Freemasonry is, we' ll j ust kindly push the bunon. We'd love to heaJ· from you if you have a 
question, if you have something constructive to offer this program; if not. please don' t call in. So, 
what arc we going to talk about ton ight? 

Alan: We've only scratched the surface of a very, very big ball. How about Madame Blavatsl.:y? I 
guess most people have heard the usual stories about how she came into Britain and then over to the 
States. She was a magnet for Freemasonry in the last century and she had her own adept schools for 
neophytes as she called them, and George Bernard Shaw and Sydney and Beatrice Webb of the 
socialist family in Britain were all members; many of the upper echelons of the British House of 
Commons, and 50 me of the Lords loo, were members of her new insight into [Zionism, I her version 
of Zionism. 
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Jackie: What is Zionism? 

Alan: Zionism is two thjngs really. It' s the usual version that a lot of people believe; a lot of Jews 
actually believe with a zed. is that it was a homeland for the Jews. Read Arthur Balfour who was 
the British prime minister at the turn of the century. he was the one who declared the white paper on 
establishing a new Israel. he was the British prime minister. 

Jackie: So by the new Israel, you ' re ta lking about llebrcw-land? 

Alan: It was a scapegoat real ly. It had different fu nctions to fulfill. 

Jackie: Israel is Zion? 

Alan: It was supposed to be. but that's only one meaning. That's the version people arc used to 
hearing and Balfour himself was a Lord. lie was one of the long lineages of royal family offshoots. 
'Inc man who really wrote the Balfour Declaration was Lord Milner. ''ho was in charge of the 
combined Cecil Rhodes groups. 

Jackie: Is Lord Milner the one who started the League of Nations; the League o f Nations and the 
round table? 

Alan: l ie was there at the beginning of it, wi th Cecil Rhodes but Lord Mi lner .. . 

Jack ie: Tha t was the begi1ming of the l~nglish or British version of the CrR [Council on Foreign 
Relations.) 

Alan: They called theirs the Royal Institute of lrucrnational Affairs and that in itself was an offshoot 
of the Royal lnsurute which had existed since the 160o·s and that was the first registered charter 
given the royal privilege to exist, of the Masonic lodge of England. But the Royal Institute was 
staOcd with scientists who were all Freemasons. Benjamin Franklin was a member. and many 
others. Most of the scientists were given their discoveries. You fmd most of them. when you read 
their histories, couldn 't real ly discover anything or even lind their glasses on the ~nd of their nose. 
r·m sure they were given, and you find this with most inventors down through the ages. 

J:1ckic: Is that your observation or is there anyth ing to prove that? 

Alan: There's a lot to it; a lot of the names that peorlc are given are almost pseudonyms that you 
lind for inventors. just the same as you get for historical figures. For example, Einstein means one 
stone. Stone has about three or four meanings. It can mean a family for one thing or a family line. It 
also is very symbolic of the so-called twelve tribes of Israel, which existed long before the 
llebrews. and most people are familiar with the twelve s tones on the breastplate of the high priests, 
each one was supposed to represent a family, \\hich they called a house, and this tradition existed 
long before Hebrc\\;Sm, far, far longer. From the name stone you get ruby, sapphire and all the 
di!Tcrcnt variations of them, all written into names who don 't clajm to be Jewish at all. but certainly 
are world leaders. 

Jackie: Was Alben Einstein Jewish? 
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Alan: Yes. he's another one from Switzerland though. You must understand in every caste of people 
there's an upper echelon and yet the upper echelon are CO!Ulected with other castes that are not of 
the same so-called faith as them. They usc the faith more like a cover. 

Jackie: We know that Sammy Davis Jr. became a Jew. That has nothing to do with race or 
bloodline, docs it? 

Alan: To an extent it does if you're willing to believe it. The way it works is that there is a trunk of 
a tree, i r you imagine the tnmk of a tree that's the solid part. the core, and all the branches come off. 
and the further you get away from the trunk, you see, the less of a lineage or the strength of the 
bloodline you belong to. They a lso have all the dead ends on the ends of the lTee and these dead 
ends are the ones who generally think they' re joining a faith or an order (an order is another name 
for it.) and they tend to be used. 

Jackie: The dead ends are the o.nes you can snap and they break ofr, because they're not even 
connected. 

Alan: That's right, they think they are, but in reality they tend to be used and then cast off because 
the ones near the center of the core don't mind sacrificing the ones outside of th.em and you still get 
all down through the ages, people who join societies, only to be used, [sawed up and discarded,) and 
that's pretty typical. But wi th the Rhodes-Milner group, Lord Milner presented to the Houses of 
Parliament his house paper on the Balfour Declaration where it said that Britain looked favorably 
upon establishing a home for the Jews in the Middle East, in Palestine. 'Wl1at happened was, of 
course, they had been moving them in by the Rothch ilds since the late 1800's, tl1ey'd taken over 
lam! there long before they established it of:ficially, and they were mostly coming from Russia and 
that area. 

.Jackie: Where are the Palestinians today? 

Alan: Behind barbed wire, the fenced-off areas. 

Jackie: There are Christians who believe that the Jews are God's chosen people and that Israel 
belongs to the quote Jews and they've had nothing to do wilb the religion. It had to do with kicking 
people out of the ir homes and establishing, what did they establish, what is Israel today? 

Alan: From its beginning it's been a testing bed for social ism. They call it the communist party; 
they don't call it tl1e labor party in Israel. 

Jackie: llow many billions of dollars have been sent to Israel from America, from the sweat of the 
brows of the American pe<>ple, from their labor, to support a n.ation? How can they believe that 
what's happened in Israel is God's plan and the Jews are God's chosen people when the Jews don' t 
even exis t anymore? Are there any Jews today? 

Alan: Well, define a Jew. Morris N. Kertzer has a book out titled What is a .Jew? He goes through 
it, and basical ly it's bard to define what a Jew is. If it's a racial thing, they' re so intermixed in every 
race that they can·t claim an original bloodline. Most of them aren' t rel igious, just as most 
Christians aren't rel igious anymore. So what is a Jew? A Jew in many respects is a scapegoat, and 
I'll explain that. The people in Israel were brought in there and are the second or third generation, 
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have been brought up as the ir homeland and thcy·ve been indoctrinated s ince birth, so what you 
have is like grours of t>eoplc everywhere, they've been given an idemity and now bel ieve in it. 

Jackie: They believe that they're Jews. 

Alan: That's right. and they believe everything that's being drum111ed into them. There was a 
massive social experiment in Israel because they brought in professors from all over the \\Orld. they 
set up the Kibbutz system and they practiced true com111unism from the very beginning. 

Jackie: You want to hear what I think is the ox-ymoron of the world? Judeo-Christian. 

Alan: Look at the Christian side of it. Christians arc following certain leaders like Mr. Greyham. 
you know. I Laughs I Mr. Graham. Billy Graham. 

i\lan: That's th.: ancient Hammite once more. the same as Britain. (The name! Grey was very 
imporWnt long, long :1go. 

Jackie: Well is Greyham a Jew? 

Alan: Forget the word Christian or Jewish here. You're deal ing wi th a race. 

Jackie: Is Billy Or<lham a Jew or a Christian? 

Alan: lie leads Christians, put it that w;~y. That's as lar as you could go with him. Ju~t like those 
who have been brough t up in the Jewish tmdilion will follow their leaders. They have monuments 
over in Israel to Rothschi ld ; <ll one time, in fact, they called him the new messiah. They huve the 
Rothschild library and all the rest of it. It's shaped like a pyramid, of course, which tells you it isn't 
Jewish at all. Why would you erect some symhol of a country that you were supposedly enslaved in 
at one time? You just wouldn' t do it. So we ·.-c dealing with people who, cenainly at the top of every 
tree you might say don't belong to the tree; the same as Bfitish nobility. But people being people 
''~II nlways follow human beings. 

Jackie: So who is Billy Graham? 

Alan: Billy Graham belongs to the elite nobility: the same international nobility. He's made many 
comments that there arc many pathways to God and Christians (follow him! because Billy Graham 
is a very convincing speaker and he's a media image. You don·t get up there unle.~s you have the 
backing of the media. if the media don't want him up there they would have had him tossed down 
long ago. but I have never ever seen any of the media ever attack Billy Graham on anything. Back 
in the 1960's, when Time magazine had him on the from page where he was going off with a sack 
fi•ll of donations for his pay because atlhat timc he just empty all the money that was coming in and 
went off with whatever he wanted to, there was a bit of a scandal about that; now we're told he ha.~ 
a panel that actually pays him. 

Jack ie: I heard him when he did the invocation at Clinton's second inauguratjon, and if what he said 
doesn' t prove to every one of our li steners that l1c is a Greyham well then they should tunc in to 
Fleavis <llld Bullhead, and they s hould quit listening to p rograms like th is. 



Alan: People will alwoys fo llow leodcr5 who can then reinterpret wh:ll they cru1 read for themselves. 

Jackie: Well, people want to bang on to their belie Is. 

AJan: llnfortunatdy. It's a shame that they don't think for themselves and they disregard their own 
eyes and cars and people will always end up worsh iping people. That's the bottom line. 

Jackie: Worshipping people. Remember when I told you I campaigned for Bo Gritz: he was a hero 
to me and I wound up campaigning for him and you know what my big le5son from all of that was? 
1 realized that Bo Gritz was a phony and I didn ·t know about the controlled opposition then. I was 
very, VCI)' disoriented when I found <Hit that there is no hero. There is no hero. Only God and it's 
only from in our hearts. 

Alan: That's right. We're so used to everybody interpreting everything for us that we always end up 
denying our m,,,l senses and going with what they say especially if they· rc put on a stage. 

Jackie: I ta lk to friends who listen to shortwave n1dio and satellite rad io, that I know arc very 
intelligent and not just re ligious but very spiritual, they have knowledg-e within them, and you know 
what I hear? I hear them quoting the doom-and-gloomers on satellite radio and shomvave who say 
we're going to have a ''~dr. 

Alan: It's inevitable because it is written. 

Jackie: I low else arc we ever going to get out of this? It isn't realistic to think that there is a solution 
other than" hat we· re hearing from satellite and shortwave radio. 

~lan: Yes, and tl1e solution is for eve•ybody to stop following leaders, start thinking for themselves 
ru1d once they start communicating amongst themselves, they start themselves in gear. We certainly 
have a big boulder going its own direction and we have to, no matter how small we arc, hit this 
boulder and crack it. 

Jackie: Actually we are not small. 

Alan: No, but one at o time, it's ama7.ing what we can do. If you can get a few thousand together, 
then you' re reaching a period of critical mass. and that's what it takes because every balloon pops if 
you hit its right spot. Certainly I know that they would like to carry out their plans and they actually 
talk about it, if you understand their language. No. we can definitely stop it. 

Jackie: I low arc we going to stop it, Alan? 

Alan: Stop following all the leaders they put up there for us; switch off the terror networks, which 
simply arc mind control. Wbeu you're terrified, you're running in a circle and as soon as somebody 
offers you a hand you grab it, the first one that comes along. Thai's how it works. 'rhat' s why they 
pop up wi th an FB! man or a CLA man or an ex-spy or something. Of course, we' re conditioned to 
look at those medals and then follow; that's the whole technique. The Protocols of Zion, which by 
the way, as I say is not Jewish, (there's a big difference between Sion with an Sand z. There's a big 
difference between Zion with a Z and one with an S.) I'll tell you what put me onto it before and 
then that will explain it. When Arthur Balfour [the prime minister of Britainl made his Declaration, 
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the labor party opposition (the equiv<tlcn t o f Bill Clinton's group in L3ritain,) objected to British 
money being used to set up a foreign country. Balfour, (I've got it on record ond I've got the 
books.) is quoted as replying to the oppo$ilion leader with a strange slur. a name he called him. He 
didn't call him anti-Semitic. He called him anti-Zionist. I thought, what on earth did that mean? 
Anti-Zionist? Because the Zionists with an S are very different than the one with a Z, and I'll 
explain the di fference. The Knights Tcmplar were itt the Middle East for a period of over three 
hundred years, in the Middle Ages. from when the tirst crusades came in at about the 11th century 
and carried until tbe third crusade. (the re's actually a few crusades after the third but the rest of 
them were very minor.) So. in the 1300's it is the Middle Ages, they have Knights Templar and 
they 're in Ult: Middle East. Each of these Tcmpbr knights, (at the top were the Lords) were nobi lity 
from Norway. Germany, Sweden, Briwin, France, all over, but the internationaJ bngLtogc they Ltsed 
was French. That wa~ the Latin of the nob ility, you might say. used amongst thcm~e l vcs. In the old 
name 'coin' in old French (because they've modified J'rcnchjusl as they did with Engl ish} they had 
a name called coin. C-0-l-N you would say, which is like Coben. C-0 -H-E- . which is Cain. 
C-A-1-N. 

Alan: Yeah. Now when they changed the language and they updated it, just li ke they did with Old 
English imo King James and then again. it became Scion wi th an S-C-1-0-N, scion. 13ut you don't 
pronounce the C. It's a silent C. so it's scion. It sounds just like Zion with a z. What that means in 
French, a scion is the cutting; it's like a twig which is a perfect shoot of a perfect cutring, of a 
branch, so that means it's worthy of grafling or planting. It's descended from a wonhy stock. That's 
what they used to call il ond now that's wha t they refer 10 as the noble blood line. 

Jackie: Arc you of worthy stock? 

Alan: Well, as far as I'm concerned I'll look anybody in the eye. I don't go by noble bloodlines or 
any of this nonsense. I've met quite a few of them and I'm certainly not impressed. 

Jackie: You said that you had some bad blood in your background. 

Alan: I said everylxxly's got bad blood, meaning e\'cry race or caslc has done something they're 
ashamed or. 

Jackie: You said you had some people in your bloodline who were not good. 

Alan: No, 1hey were looked upon as being good, that's for sure, but then I found that most of the 
good guys in history were all scionists with an ·s' and they were working for a completely d ifferent 
goal than the rest of the public imagined them to be. As 1 said earlier. irs like the tree when you 
really arc attached to il and then you get those ones who then become attached through orders as 
they call it, various types of orders. 

Jackie: Arc those the dead twigs? 

Alan: Yes, Freemasonry as they know it today from the 1700's. That's when they basica lly opened 
it up to the public, the idea being that what they could recruit from the public, the ones who were 
really willing to climb the ladder of society and [go afterj success at any price. That's the basic idea. 

Jackie: The price of your soul. 
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Alan: 'I hat's where that all comes from, in fact. selling your soul. because when you lake the vow 
to obey and put aside your own judgment and everything else you don't know what the final goal is. 
You're taking a vow and a pledge, and there 's a hlood oath, of course. all based on the fact that you 
know in one way or another you' re going to suddenly become accepted into a higher level than you 
already arc. within the controlling group. We live in an order and it's cal led archy. It 's a higher 
archy (hierarchy.) II has a lways been that regard less o f who you think has won or lost another 
battle; it's the same hierarchy. 

Jackie: What docs anarchy mean? 

Alan: Anarchy literally means opposi ti on to archy. It means the archy's opposition to people having 
the right to decide their own way of life. 

Jackie: We' ve been led to believe tl1at anarchy is chaos. 

Alan: Anarchy means against archy. You can check the dictionary. Archy literally means the 
existing order and it has always been. this cxi~ting order. Anarchy, an :marchist is against archy, so 
archy, the higher archy class anarchism as being against 1he right of free peoples to decide amongst 
themselves their own mode of life, conduct. and way of li fe . This is tl1e term that the hierarchy gives 
U1osc who wish to decide amongst themselves as a fi·cc people their own mode o f conduct and way 
of life. Anybody who is against the order. 

Jockic: Anybody who is against the order is nn anarchist and we have been led to bel ieve that 
anarchy is chaos. So, we have been led to bel ieve if there arc not people in higher places ... 

Al:m: No. llu1t's not q uite right. We've been led to believe that [it is anarch I if it's not 1hese people 
who already exist in this particular type of order (that's really how to phrase it) and literally. the 
"hole order of society is and always has been by a parlicular mode of being with a hereditary 
hierarchy. It's a hereditary system. 

Jackie: In other words though anarchy, we're led to believe that anarchy is government without 
control. 

Al;IJ1: Their government. w e· rc led to be lieve that. 

Jackie: When has there ever been a government? 

Alan: That's correct. 

Jackie: So we arc led to bctie,·e that :marcl1y is chaos, living out of control. 

Alan: Y cs. They would call it chaos. 

Jackie: Of course they would. out of control. out of l11eir control and so anas:chy would be for us, it 
would be the desired system. 
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Alan: Yes. it would be the first step to ~ny fr~cdom which has never existed before, and when 
Masons take their pledge. they pledge to uphold the order. That's part of the oath. and in Britain too 
it's to preserve the royalty, the lineages and aU that stuff. and on and on it goes, in other words the 
existing order, regard less of how corrupt, cruel or parasiti C<ll or nihilistic it might be. 

Jackie: We must have somebody to lead us. to rule lL~. What do we call that? What do we call the 
desire of people in tl1 is world to have somebody else rule us? Government'? Governance? 

Alan: Yes. and even the word 'to be governed· when you look back through the French and Latin 
and even Gaelic it's lycol or [gnu], which is cattle. It's 1]1c rulers: it would go righ t back to those 
who would drive cattle. The Scion isL~ is what the Priory de Sion was called tor the nobility. They 
have Jews. Mohammedans. the 13ritish royal fan1ily, ilicy're aJI involved at the top: they all belong 
to the one club. So you call discard all this infighting amongst religions which they only usc when 
they w;mt you to be in disorder. We're all in the sanJe boat no matter where you are. We're all 
ruled by a people who sec themselves as~ family. You know George Rush ... 

Jackie: Talk about Cromwell. 
• 

Alan: TI1e Cromwell fami ly line were hered itary rulers, next to the Bri tish royal family they were 
the Lord Protectors. ilie protectors of ilie law for some ccnruries. along with the Buckinghams, the 
other group; Lord Buckingham. Eventually when ilicy wanted rid of one of the top lineages. 
Cromwell had his revo lution financed by the Dutch relatives (because it' s international nobi lity) and 
they set up and armed Cromwell: they gave him arms. men and equipment and he set up The 
Protector:ttc. tl1c first sort of British Democratic Party: later we'll look into what democracy means. 
But the Cromwell line was still of royal blood. they are a noble liuni ly. tl1ey were lords, and it was 
in about 1823 the last male lineage birth of ilie Cromwell 's died oul but the Cromwell line was 
carried on through the Bush family. 

Jackie: However, as you explained to us, the bloodlines carried on through the mothers. So ilie 
Cromwell male line died off when? 

Alan: !think it was 1823. 

Jackie: It continued in the name of Bush. 

Alan: Bush is from a French word. It means the mouth, Ia houchc. and it also means the mouth of a 
cave. tunneL and on and on. 

Jackie: I always think of King George. I always have ilic thought that George Bush wants to be king 
of the world when the new world order comes in. the fi rst king of the world. 

Alan: He hasn't a chance, iliough. He's up there, but he 's not in the running. Margaret TI1atcher 
kept re ferring to George Bush because she was in Britain at the time o[ course when they had the 
last fracas in the gulf. saying in all the newspapers and on TV. "our special relationship with 
America," and it was almost like a sexual manner she was talking about, she never explained what 
she meant and of course, Lhe special relationship was George Bush's lineage. 

Jackie: Do you think she had a special relationship with George Bush? 
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Alan: Oh, I don't think she's ever had a special relationship with anybody. I really don'L But it was 
interesting because George Bush got his lmighthood and he became a Knight of the Garter. 

Jackie: Yes, it wasn'tjust George Bush, bul how many of our other presidents have been knighted? 

Alan: Quite a few, qu ite a list of them. Roosevelt Of course, Nixon mixed up there. But I know 
that even Washington was related to the British royal family ... 

Jackie: But after they were presidents because see the preside.nts cannot hold any royal ti tle. 

Alan: 'Nell, so they say. 

Jackie: So the constitution says. So after they are no longer president they be-come a knight of the 
Queen of England. 

Alan: It' s more than just a kuigllt. lie was enrolled in the highest order you can get because the 
Kn ight of the Garter means, if you go into the history of the garter, the French cal l itjarretierre from 
garrote, and it means the leg, the shank, and that's part of the old Masonic ritual is roll ing up your 
trouser 1\!g. They wanted to show that you're white skinned, you se.e. 

Jackie: Well that's one of the frrst rituals, when you become a Freemason. They take off your shirt? 

Alan: To show oJTyour white ski n. 

Jackie: They put on your pajama pants and they roll up one leg. 

Alan: Yeah, well what they used to do is rip it, and rip off a sleeve too. 

Jackie: They put a hood over you? 

Alan: Yeah, bul anyway this Garter business here is the badge of the highest honor or knighthoods 
to be bestowed by the royalty in Britain. That was first established in 1348 by Edward the TI1. 

Jackie: Charles is one of them too, isn' t he? 

Alan: Well I'Jaughing] he has to be. What else can you do with him? He's too busy playing polo. If 
you look at the Knight of the Garter it isn't just a meo1ber of the knighthood. Jt means you' re now a 
member of the underlying, the family. 

Jackie: So George Busb is a member of the fami ly. We have many other presidents who, after they 
were no looger presidents .. . 

Al.an: Well., Benjami11 Fraru<lin had the royal portraits of Britain in h is house along with the French 
king, they were special gifts to h.i.m, so you know actually it doesn 't matter who wins in what 
appears 1<1 be war. It's mainly for our benefit and it also speeds on the progress of the new wor.ld 
order. See this is the new world, this part of the continent. 'lllere's no doubt about it, you know it 
was set up. There's no doubt. The whole story about discovery by Christopher Columbus, his name 
was Cristoba l Columni and it's straight out of the so-called mystery words. A column means a body 
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of people that you put in when you inte nd to occupy. Cristobal is the clear bell or clc~1r light. It's 
another one of the~e pseudonyms they gh·c the ch:1ractcrs in history. Of course Columbus went 
straight across and then [Amerigo) Vcspucci who drew up the money also sailed right across rigbt 
after him, right to where all of the gold was. They just knew where to go, where the previous 
pyramids were. Cristobal Columni a lso married into o very high-dcgrced Frccmasonic family and 
he had what they ca lled the old charts. l ie knew where he was going, there' s no doubt about it. 
Every th ing that happened s ince . .. 

Jackie: In other words it had been pre-charted. 

Alan: Oh yes. long ago. this was the third time round. 

Jackie: Alan. we've only got about live minutes left. 

Alan: No phone calls either. 

Jackie: Well, maybe there 's nobody listening but Freemasons. No, thol's not true. I think o ur 
I istcncrs ... 

Alan: Well, if you're a Mason. I should eorrecttbat: you're not free. 

Caller: IIi , my name is Bud from St. Louis. I have a lot to say about your guest, he's· fantastic. 
I wanted to mention to you and him there' s a book that I've come across. It's a prclly hard-to-find 
book and I wanted LO ask if he ·s heard of the book by Joseph Sorkin. The Crime cmd l'unishme/11 oj 
I. G. Far ben 

Alan: Yes. I' ve read it. 

Bud: I don't want lo say " Happy New Year'' because I think it':; a pagan holiday. Hlcss you and 
your family. 

Alan: The same to everybody out there.

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Jackie: What you're going to hear ton ight is the conversation Alan and l had before the program, 
and you will excuse a couple of words, because this wasn't really done for radio. So this is Alan 
from Canada continuing a month-long conversation that we've been having. 

rPrior to the rec.ording, Jackie has asked /\Jan a question along the lines of "What is the way out of 
this? (M ind-control and programming.)) 

Alan: We' re talkiJJg about the masters of war. We're talking about the masters of strategy of all 
ki nds. They are the masters of education. They have even created the language which imprisons 
you. Any anthn1pology book will tell you that language itself must be manipulated in order to 
control society; general anthropological knowledge. 

Jackie: You' re not answering my question. 

Alan: You can ' t do it in the regu lar ... 

Jackie: Then what would the way be, Alan? When you think about this, their whole hold over us, 
I mean besides religion, besides the lies there, their hold over us is money. Everybody's going broke 
because of taxes. 

Alan: Well they create gold and they shove it out there. Their just gonna change it [the monetary 
system.] 

Jackie: Then what is? Do you have any thoughts? 

Alan: You've got to change the people. People must change for the individual. This is a fight of 
socialism, or communism or society against the individual. This is exactly where it is; it's socialism 
as it stands right now. 

Jackie: You change people but people have to stop buying into the system. Now what do they do? 

Alan: You can only change, .first o r all , by recognizing that everything is a front. Everything you 
see is a front. Plato told you in so many words that everything in his day was a front. Tie was a 
front. They hired professional orators to open bui ld ings and open the games in Greece and Rome. 
That's all these people could do and they were sons and daughters of orators. ·n1ey didn't even have 
to know what they were speaking about. Tl1ey had teams of writers working for each person who 
was a front, includ ing Plato. It's no different from today. The heroes we follow are nothing but 
fronts. Your news anchonnan s its and reads a dummy board that rotates on a screen in l'ront of him. 
It's all vvritten by twenty-five people behind that one person. It's the same with every author you 
get; every book out there is "1itten by a panel of people. 

Jackie: How is what you and Tare doing going to change enough people? 
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Alan: Because you ' re bringing home o reality to people which they've never had a chance to 
g limpse before. The ind ividual must change to change anything. A movement is a lways created. 
ahv-dys has been. They used to call themselves eanle drivers. Driving is a ,·ery important word with 
them. 1l1ey drive and you drive things by creation. crc:ning motion and conflict. They've always 
done it. All of the Middle East, all of the kings and princes were related to the pharaoh. It's the 
same all over Europe. It was the people who were gelling driven like cattle. They always crea te the 
confli ct and they a lways give you the heroes. They 've already planned th~ outcome because it's a 
massive chessboard. They're giving out the methods to do it and we follow their methods and we 
always lose. They control how we think is news. media and marketed entertainment and we don't 
get it, that everything you sec is a control mechanism. When even linguists, professional linguists 
and anthropo logists tell you that they have deliberately, and have a lways ond must a lways limit the 
vocabulary and the amount oflanguage a person is ~tble to u~e because they emu1ot have indrviduals 
thinking ofT in directions which are not under control. That's the expert's opinion. We arc born in a 
pnson. 

Jackie: 13orn into a lie. 

Alan: When everybody comes up with same old bullshit which is, ""i ( we just do the same old 
routine:· they don't even have to give you a new carrot .. They just bring out the same old carrot, 
shove it in front of you and away you go. That's what they've always done. 

Jackie: So you say we have to change people in order for it to be changed. 

Alan: They've got to break om of it by themselves. It's the only way. 

Jackie: So when people stop paying into the system they go to prison and lose th eir homes. 

Alan: No, th:ll's not whal I' m saying. 

Jackie: So. we get a whole bunch of people awake. What is going to get people out of this system? 
What is going to break down the monetary sys1em? 

Alan: l wouldn ' t even think about it. These things wi ll automatica ll y start breaking themselves 
when people are awake. You're still inside a shell trying to break out from the inside. Everything 
that you touch, see, smell. and hear is inside. You're inside a prison. A purposefully, seiemiftcally 
constructed prison. 1 watched one linlc team on TV one day. They were going to cut back the CBC 
that's the publicly- funded, taxp ayer-funded control mcchan.ism. our 1313C if you like. 'n1ey have 
four people on for twenty minutes every C(luple of weeks and it's a show ca lled 22 Minutes, a 
comedy. They showed you the team that would gel laid off with cutbacks just for this one twenty­
minute show a week. There were over a hundred and fifty people behind them. Now. meanwhile 
people arc saying, "Well 1 like so and so and so and so; they are fantastic:· They don't realize the 
organization of everything that we get in live to ten minute segments, the amount o f experts, each in 
their own fi eld that goes on behind the scenes. That goes for Bi ll Clinton or anybody e lse, or the 
pope for that matter. 

Jackie: lJow many people do you think need to wake up for the thing to start breaking down? 
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Alan: Oh no1 100 many, not roo many because there are n()[ too many m the very top who control it 
They're so in-bn:d to keep it 1hat way: they arc the trunk of the tree. they are the pi llars. There' s 
very few o f them. But wherever there· san avenue of escape it's always theirs. It's always been that 
way. They spent a thousand years from about 200 B.C. to almost I 000 A.D., preparing the who le of 
the Middle Ages. Preparinf!. it: literdlly bringing in people in through invasions at some point from 
the Middle East, settling them in and indoctrinating them into a completely different identity until 
about three hundred years lmer they have no clue of their origin. It's always been that way because 
this is not the first stage . What a lways works wi th man (psychology wi ll tell you this) will always 
work with man because man is taught from his infancy that he is h!fi.lrior. We get books thrown at 
us by what' s called the great au thors, we don't rea lize. just like Plato sa id. there's a whole bunch of 
people in expert fields behind the author. He's the front man.ll isn't any diiTcrenttoday than it was 
then. It's IU) dif!erelll al a/110day llum it u:as the11. 

Jackie: It is impo~sibl e to speak wi thout using the lnnguage they' ve given us. because that's our 
only language. So bow do we hreak out of thi s? 

Alan: In everyone's abi lity, in their head. Let me say this first, the technique of controllisl through 
language. Language consists of li\'e senses: each one the brain can interpret. We dismiss the other 
ones; we dismiss our own hearing. It's what we sec. that's the big thing and that' s the biggest 
illusion of all. Then you have your hearing and then you have your smell. taste and so on. They 
tried all of thi s in cinemas back in the 1930's; they h3d pee l-off wrappers that would give fragrances 
off. Now 1hcy have virtua l real ity with which literally can fool the brain. I3ut we arc almost within 
virtual rea lity with the psychological techniques and the lies $ince childhood that we are inferior and 
we' re told we're inferior because you see otl1crs' names on books you're given at school and you're 
taught right away at school , this is a special person, and you c.an never really be like that. You flip 
through it and you think, "My god how can they write on so many subjects? I could never do tl1a1. .. 
Well. of course he never did it, ei ther. 

Now they have roaming specialists like they had roaming actors who arc now all in 
Hollywood. and n<>w basical ly a ll over the world. When you wanted something you could have an 
expert on the lli ttite civilization: tltc guy wouldn 't know anything len or right of that. You go 
through school without using your 0\\-11 senses because when you go to lligh school you get a 
geography teacher, you get a physics teacher. you get a biology 1eacher. You don' t go to your 
biology teacher and say give me the knowledge of the religions of the ancient Sumerians. He's only 
a specialist in one fie ld and you take it for granted that anybody with a bowtic thafs shoved in front 
of our face on TV. with the latest book or something, did it himself. It 's a li·ont man. l lc's an orator. 
That's tl>e technique of belittl ing every body. 

The biggest pan of our brain is called the parietal lobe and it isn'tused. Why isn't it used? 
They don' t want you to use it. because the power of everything, tl1e id as tl1ey call it. the complete 
person, the psyche is in there. Now we have been shut off from using it by our feelings of 
inadequacy since we were children and our feel ing tl1atthere are special people out there way. way 
above us which we ~hould obey. They threw out musicians during the sixties. It took what Pla10 
said it wou ld lake; it took a fashion industry coordinated with a music industry. The hereditary 
children of musicians who wrote all the mus ic firs t came on TV in the I 960's and they mimed 
whole shows. They had Top of the Pops specials when they ftrst came out with tl1e Bca tles. They 
bad four groups on in twenty minutes. You don 't even have time to set up your equipment; you 
wouldn·t even have time to plug in your guitars in that time. They stood there and they acted. They 
mimed and lip-synced it and to this day, oot one magazine and not one book has mentioned that 
!act. 
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Jackie: lt was their music but it was pre-recorded? 

Alan: No. They never did it. They never wrote a danl!l thing in their life. 

Jackie: The Beat.les <J id their own music. 

Alan: Oh, no, no. no. Even when they did the New York thing it was completely pre-taped; it's 
called it a Swiss echo. When they got back to Bri tain it was admined. 

Jackie: But tbey did it pre-recorded. 

Alan: No, they followe<J it, but only t<) somebody e lse's backing, most of these guys get in session 
guitarists, guys who are professional guitarists. We had two number one hits in Britain, with videos 
out there, in the late 1960' s by a group called Marmalade. Aller they bad their second hit out, they 
put then1 on the BBC. Not one of them C{)Uid play the guitar; they cott ldn't play a note on it. They 
already had some big "bought" session guitarists and they came and these guys just added thei r 
voices. The technic ian and the studio did all the rest of the work and out come the finished product. 
They stood on TV,justlike the Bealles,just like the Stones and everybody else before them, all the 
rest of them. They lip-synced and jumped up and down. Everything is a front and [knew that as a 
kid. You could see. How come these big guys are play ing wilh all this electrical equipment and 
there's no cable going from the guitars into anything. there's no sound that comes out of them 
otherwise? 

The whole med.ia created the image of the people. Every kid is falling for this ideal. People 
are buying guitars and wondering ·'How come I can·t play like that but these guys eM?'' Well they 
couldn' t. That's the same <Janm thing with cvetyth ing you look at. We are brainwashed into 
believing the specials are up there. Of course they 're up there; most of them were picked out of 
line-ups. Alvin Stardust had three h.its in the 1970' s. He was a club singer, the son of a club s inger, 
the grandson of c lub singers. l.le went to a line-up and he was six-feet tall exactly, dark haired, he 
weighed about a hundred and fifty pounds and he went into an audition, there are guys smoking 
dope, and men with tweed sui ts on and women with tweed suits on in thei r late Iortie~. They picked 
him out and they showed him drawings that were done by artists. They showed him what he was 
going to look like. A question was whether he could wear the suit [that had already been rendered 
by the arrists. j ·n1ey showed hirn how to hold J1is microphone above almost his mouth and his hand 
up over his nose almost a diamond bracelet on his right wrist. Then tbey said you'll sing this song 
and then two months it will be this song an<J then that one, and then that's it. You're out l11at's 
what happened and that's how it's always been. It's a complete iUusion. Every kid out there is 
presented 'With these heroes and heroines and they show you sex and everything else. Be good or be 
bad whatever the message happens to be for the era they're in and the kids think they are these 
.special people. They are special. I am nothing. They are special. 

Jackie: What about the Spice Girls? 

Al~m: Oh come on, for god's sake, do you really believe that? Do you really? Did you see them? 
They' ve al l had acting lessons and that's it. I heard a woman in her sixties who sings through the 
equipment (I've been in the studios) and they can make her sound like an eighteen year old. They 
can make ir sound like anything they want to . It's all done on the board, electronically, in the studio. 
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Jackie: Are the Spice Girls singing? 

Alan: Not \\hen they're on TV. ·n1ey"rejust miming. 

Jackie: Oo they pre-record stuff? 

Al3n: They don't play anything. They're dancers and therefore they're actors; they're taught to lip­
sync. \\!hen they sing to a tape the mus ic is played just like they have the karaoke machines today. 
They' re to ld when to come in and if it's off they re-take it again. then they' ll add their vo ices. 
That's how it's done. 

Jackie: Llut it is their vo ices. 

Alan: I Exasperated sigh.] WelL eventua/Jy. through all the gizmos and gear. 

J;lekie: Right. in other words they're singing. but not necessarily that they can sing. 

Alan : That's correct. 

Jackie: But they just fix it up. 

Alan: Paul McCartney's voice was hoarse when he was twenty. It's still hoarse. If you ever hear 
him singing live on one of these documentaries they do 011 him. the guy's voice is broken all over 
the p lucc . lie can't hold a s ingle note without his voice just cracking up and most of them are like 
that; Rod Stewart. the whole Jot of them. I'm just tell ing you how it is. If you want to bel ieve the 
fimtasy, you can carry on. but the reality is there are teams of people, teams and teams behind 
everything you sec. T earns of them, psychologists. even zoologists and everything e lse involved. 
1 othing you see is just happenstance. little boy making good. anymore than the Rothschild's sold 
rags in the streets and just happened to take over five central banks. We're always given the bullshit 
story. It seems we swallow that easier than anything else. 

Jockic: You say according 10 tl1cir timetable we have approximately until the year 2030, maybe less. 

Alan: I low are you going to change it by us ing thei r system? 

J:tckie: I don't know: stop using the ir sy~tem? 

A lan: No. There ·sa power in the mind. There's a power in the mind which people have been taught 
not to usc. Anything else is a tool given to you by tl1em. The answer is within people themselves. 

Jackie: I guess what I'm always thinking is what would move people? 

Alan: They use emotion to move people. but you cannot use emotion in this respect. Emotion is a 
technique they usc all the time on everything. They give us our values or de-values, if you like, by 
the use of emotion. 

Jackie: Well if it works for them why couldn't it work for us? 
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1\lan: fkc<JUSC it's fake number one. and it also isn't true; it's not u truthful experience. The e1110tion 
they give you is always for a purpose. It's the truth that sets anybody free. Even that th ing on 
!-loilyii'UOdi.rlll. they've got these rroducer/actor type~ or PR guys for llollywood giving you the 
spiel of"Oh, how sad it was when they all came into America." Even whi le they're explaining this 
to you, the hands arc going. the techniqut::s are all the there. of deportment they call it. They're 
taught to stand in from of mirrors for hours and hour.. and hours. for years. to get these little actions, 
at the same time. l11ey usc mirrors j ust like ballet dancers. There's nothing, not a single movement 
of the eyebrow that isn't rehearsed. They con with music, supposedly they ' re telling you a factual 
statement. Why do they need music and sadness behind it to give you a factual statement? They 
have every technique or indoctri~~n tion that has been carefully [worked out. I There's nothing new 
about it. It' s been done for thousands o f rears and it worked for thousands of years. We get the 
Christian give-me-your-money-guy$ giving you the same thing after they've just bombasted you for 
an hour with guih. and then they come on with music and he speaks over the music and everybody 
is crying and then you've got your hands on your purses, and so on. This is the technique. It is 
lying. The truth doesn ' t need ony accompaniment. 

Jackie: What would break dov:n the money system that has trapped us'! 

Alan: I wouldn't c\·en think about the money. That will fall by iLselfifpeople wake up. 

Jackie: I dou't sec how. 

Alan: No, because you' re looking mnlcrial istica lly ~ll cvcJything. You' re going around inside the 
shell. You're go ing wbere they want you to go. You' re inside a shell and you go around with your 
hands on the walls of tbe shel l. Anything you lind has been put there for you. You've got to think 
yourself out of the shell. You need 10 Think ow of if. You can only think out of it when you realize 
that everything that has been g iven to you is a lie. ' l11crc is no great so-and-so. There·s no Arthur C. 
Clarke. who is a TV documcntari;m, and an author ;md a scientist at the same time. There are no 
great men out there that make you feel so small. They don ' I ex.ist. 

Peter jC. I Ne,~111an is an ofticial biographer for the multimillionaires that run this country 
and he has access to them. lle has the proper name too. Peter Newman. Peter Ne"man is a very 
popular name with them now. nazi man. the new man. Just like our main TV guy for the news is 
Mansbridge. the bridge of man and who just gol :m award by the way. for being the most trusted 
newscaster in Canada. J>cter Mansbridge. Most believable; he got Most Believable Newscaster in 
Canada. Why would they have 10 give him medals for that? Then Newman, who's the author for the 
magnates. let in s lip in a book tha t he has tons of people who come anti tlo the books for him. He' s 
got the one th(lt'S out on the Bronfmans. He goes around giving lectures and everyone comes [to 
hear him I thinking " My god. what a brain this man has." BuUshit! He's a performer. lie's an o rator. 
He's presented to the pubHc. 

As I say. you go through high school. and did you ever meet a teacher who could give you a 
lesson in physics and a lecture in something completely different? Of course they couldll ' t, anymore 
than these guys can. Just like the music industry, where they get a bunch of actors and you pay 
them a lee in advance, they sign u contract. and they're sworn to secrecy for life, or it' s broken. 

Jackie: My hope is that something can be changed so that the children can have a chance. 

Alan: You can change them by yourself. You can change tJ1em by saying to them exactly what r m 
saying to you. 

• 
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Jackie: l can' t see in my mind what is going to happen. 

Alan: Well , that's because you' re looking I(Jr a concrete, normal tried-before method. That's why it 
won't work. 

Jackie: Well th is has never be.entricd before on a grand scale. 

Alan: No, and of course the whole lie of illusion is to make you thin.k it doesn ' t ex ist. They give you 
the illusion and tell you the illusion is real. They make you feel small. Your parents "~H do the 
same thing. In Bri tain, it's the great thing with the working class to talk abom their doctor, what an 
intelligent man that is . \\lhat's intelligence got to do with being a doctor? He went through a h igher 
education than they couJd ever have seen. ·n1at's how it was rationali»:ed by their parents before 
them. These are ve1x ve1y specicd people. You automatica lly put yourself in a lower category. The 
higgest part of the brain i~ not used. 

Jackie: Is tl\at the fi·ontal part of the brain? 

Alan: It goes Jrom the f ront up towards the temporal lobe. They caJI it the parietal lobe. 

Jackie: When is that used? 

Alnn: We don't usc it. (or most people don'L) 

Jackie : WelL what would people be doing if they were using it? 

Alan: Thc"v would find thev could think themselves ouL>ide of the confines of that ·which has been . -
created for them. 

Jackie: You're saying it doesn't take any action? 

Alan: lt takes waking up to truth. Don't grab every tool that's presented to you. Tbe answer is in 
each person. There' s nothing you 're gonna foo l somebody on. ICs inside the person. Zoologists, 
anthropologists and sociologists (and I'm not ta lking about the itsy bitsy, pithy, little books they 
hand out f·o r first, second, and third years here. I'm talking about the amassed ones) say that they 
know that society can only exist when language itself is limited. because it's necessary to control 
people for society, plura l, it's a plural form of the individual. It's an order; we 've got to stop and 
think whose order it is or why the blazes is there an order to begin with? A ll the a nthropologists and 
the linguists and so on at the top are working for the order and arc well paid. 

Jackie: l f people went back to bartering? 

Alan: Bartering certainly is a definite help in any event. It's the only real exchange there is. 

Jackie: I'm going to admit I' m inside the shell . We have property taxes. lf we don' t pay them we 
lose our home. 1 mean if you don' t have the money to pay them you Jose your home. So, with all 
my higher thinking ... 
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Alan: If each person is awake and they can only woke up one more person, you sec, now there arc 
two of you. Once there are enough of you ;md once you know what law is. which you don't have to 
study, once you understand language and the illusion that is all around you. these people can't 
stand. 

Jackie: I wonder how muny of us it would take th inking this way. 

Alan: Yes. It is communication, you can get it out to the few and it's going to be a scattered few if 
you can't get it out there. That's why they own the communication. There's no way that they make 
a little hole in the shell so you can stretch out \\~tb your ~rm. you know. 

Jackie: You said the answer is within al l o f' us, and that we have a power in our mind that people 
don' t realize and recognize. 

Alan: If you stop using it in the traditional methods they put forth for you. How can you change a 
system th~t they created from the first? 

Jack ie: [My friend said it isn' t realistic 10 change it. the idea isJ ·'Okay. I· know what it looks like, 
it's aU futile. and it' s all hopeless." Go beyond what it looks like. 

Alan: Well, you've got to go beyond what they've gi\'en you. 

Jack ie: Well , what it looks like is what they've given us. 

Alan: That's right. That's right. It will take the people who say let's throw out C\Crything that 
influences them on a daily basis. and there's not very many [things thm they influence us with. ! 
There arc only a few techniques and we al l usc them and we do it voluntarily, generally. Buying a 
magazine. buying a book. watching TV, liste ning to the music, watchi ng the video games, watching 
the damn sports, which is everywhere, and we're using all tlmt: we· re giving all of our time away 
voluntarily to be numbed. to be numbed down. You watch TV and your alpha waves change to beta 
waves str:lightaway and you' re in a hypnotic state. This is very well tested. They know it. In Britain. 
they have lines that you picture on TV made up of hori7.ontal lines; in the U.S. they use a small 
dotted technique all over the whole screen, they've bombarded tl1c SCI'Ccn; you go right into a 
hypnotic trance. I saw a guy go imo an epi leptic ti t once and he was not c lassed as epileptic. I Jc was 
just closer to that brain sequence \\ith that very last flashing. which you don' t consciously sec on a 
TV screen all these things were well-known from the very beginning. We give our wills over 
willing~}'. thinking we're getting entertained and told news or whatever, and you' re pn:scnted \\~th 
these people who make you feel completely inadequate; they ' re now bringing on actors on some 
shows to discuss politics. 

Jackie: You're talking about Arnold Schwar.lCOegger running for office. What about the people who 
don't even have a television and they do a lot of reading? 

Alan: Reading is a paper chase, that's what l eventually c lued into. Why now? Why are they 
releasing all the outer layers, all the litlle swastika signs and what tl1is or that meant. \Vhy didn ·I 
they do it all during the war. why not then? ·n,ey're doing it to keep us all chasing at the latter end, 
because it is now, this is the only time in history where people have had a chance to break out of it. 
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Right 110w and they know that. They know at the end that the truth is always shouted from the 
roofiops because it has happened before. 

Jackie: Uccause by the lime they let us know they're all way beyond that. 

Alan: They've gone past it, absolutely, so you'll get all these Tex Marrs books. and all that. 

Jack ie: Ob. but i r they' re reading selectively. 

Alan: You wou't get it unti l you understand tha t you' re reatting the compilations of experts in each 
book yon read. 

Jackie: What about the stuff you read? 

Alan: I clued in on that. I clued in on it even with II.G. Wells. There are fifteen or twenty different 
stylistic techniques here: this was never done by one man. II.G. Wells failed every exam in school 
just like Einstein did. li.G. Wells studied, by the way. under Huxley who was Darwin's best buddy. 
'l11cn II.G. Wells even to the day he died he kept trying to pass his science ex:1m to get into the 
Royal Institute <md he didn't make it. lie wrote all these sci-fi things. He said in his biography that 
he was given the papers by professors from 12aton. Cambridge, and Oxford. lie was a front man. He 
even came out with an outline of history in two volumes and the very first volume I could sec there 
w~1s many different penmanships behind it. The style was all wrong in each one. So you have each 
historian for c~ch phase in history. 

Jackie: Where did you get all of your understanding and knowledge from? I know you usc your 
mind but you also have read a lot of history. 

Alan: Yes. it's piecing pieces from a thousand different books to get one story on any one of them. 
It 's the ability to pick om without even buying them (or else }'Ou·d be living on beds of books.) 
Why can't one person, if they have access to this information. come om and give you the whole 
damn story in one book on one particular civilization. 

Jackie: Why don't you write a book? 

Alan: No. l'm not wasting my time on thot. [On I general history. 

Jackie: rm not talking about general history. I'm tn lking about the lie. all of the stuff we've talked 
about. 

Alan: Yes. It would have to, first of all , be to a selected few who are awake, because the cost to get 
it om, I'd have to make it up myself. the book. There's no way I'd get it published, I'm well aware 
of that. 

Jackie: You've talked about maybe writing a newsletter. 

Alan: Yeah, a newsletter is another way, but again. you'll have twenty or thirty people all belonging 
to the same organization, buying up the newsletter and they won't tell the author. One of their 
groups of people who are literally working for the government and they're just buying up your time; 
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you waste your time because they're buying it just to get you to wri te the damn thing and waste 
your ti me. 

Jackie: So you say there's a select few and yet you say that the change won't happen unless enough 
people wake up. 

/\Jan: I'm not talking abou t a huge crowd. I know that there will be other people around doing the 
same thing as I'm doing and if each person manages to get another person, one more. then that's 
one hell of a power there. 

Jackie: You said it could be stopped too. 

Alan: Of course it v.il l. Because since we're living in illusion. we're completely conned from the 
day we·rc born and the first schooling has conned us even further. through high school. We're given 
people '' ho 've been taught one avenue of education and we're presented with aU these authors and 
famous people and nonsense which just beliule you all the more. We don't recognize that '·How 
come I can never meet the science teacher in school who can tell me all about history or the botanist 
that can tel l me about astronomy, etcetera:· It j ust doesn't happen that way, that's why. So if it 
doesn·t happen in high school why do we so willingly believe that it happens everywhere else once 
you leave school? Professors going around lecturing on different subjects, completely different 
topics in different fields; authors doing the same danlJlthing. 

Jackie: There 's a lot of doom and gloom out there, and the truth isn't doom and gloom. But this gets 
depressing to me. 

Alan: I would not dare to offer the standard techniques which will never work. l11e standard 
techniques: just get a grottp together. ju~t get signatures and we can change it. That ·s never worked 
in the p:ls t, it'l l never work again. Another law will come again under a different name, under 
treaties of whatever and you· re snookcrcd again. I mean no, there are a thousand ways to divert 
people by handing them the tools. It will only happen within the brain of the person. the whole 
person. the complete person. the psyche. the id. It will only happen when those bonds arc broken. 

Jackie: When enough people are awake could th is a ll be altered or changed? 

Alan: I couldn't even really explain it to you in normal language. ll1c thing is I can only tell you 
what you're doing. w e·re just going in circles here. You're just looking for tl1at hole in the eggshell 
which was already mode for you. The people that listen must go through a process and then if s up 
to them to either switch the TV back on. fall for the next Secrets of the Unknown by so and so, or 
whatever. lt's up to them once they understand the techniques and the processes it's up to them 
what they want to do. Generally people arc not caule. people are not sheep. but what they are is they 
wear a donkey's mask and have a beam stuck across their forehead. with a string hanging on it and 
it says --Please put carrot here:· That's what they·re looking for and they want the amazing. 1l1e 
more ama:~:ing, the more they'll go for it, so they add in a bit of religion, mysticism ond they use 
secret s igns and that's what they want. They want mystery stories, they d()n't want the truth. But the 
truth is inside them. 

Jackie: I believe the truth is \\~thin all of us. I know that. Thank you for joining us tonight. 
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Jackie: We were talking about solutions and we' ve talked about this a lot on this program; that the 
truth is wi thin us, so we're going to talk about tl1at. Thanks lor joiui11g us tonight. 

Alan: So where do you want to take of(•! 

Jackie: We were talking about the ill usion and we were taJkiJlg about what can people do and you 
said anyd1ing that's ever been tried has been tried within their system and it's always been their 
game. and that it's your bel ief that trying to do it from within their system is not going to work and 
what you had said is that the answers arc within us. You said it wasn' t going to take a whole lot of 
people. I don' t know wl1at a whole lot is. 

Alan: Wel l, it'~ no t a matter of a numbers game. lt's more of a matter of waking up and fi nd ing that 
you ' re gelling managed. That's the word for it, you' re be ing managed, Society is being managed 
and eventually you can laugh at it when you can see it actually happening around you and hearing 
the same terminology that was used to join Europe lOgether coming out ofthe news here without the 
explanations of what the terms even mean. The favorite phrase during the 1970's and 1980 's while 
they were working on the E uropean Union, which remember, was sold to the public as j ust an 
economic trade thing. They always usc the words in the newspaper or in speeches, such as Margaret 
Thatcher, would say she was seeking closer ties, [laughing) and she never explained what that 
closer tie meant and that's straight out of FreemasoJlry because a tic is something that holds, a 
closer tic is something that has been joined and it's an architectural phrase. So I heard it tonight on 
the so called news here where Mr. Clinton is now seeking closer tics with Cuba and of cou1·se, it' s 
the same technique because there's no explanation of what tl1cy really meant. 

.h1ckie: I told you the book 1 have on the Nicaea Council? I'm telling you that the speech that 
Constantine gave to the bishops there, the religious leaders at that time, (that was 325 A.D.) and be 
even used words like coming to a consensus. He used the words peace and unity and if you didn't 
know that it was Constantine you could have thought that the speech was given yesterday. 

Alan: It never changes. It never changes. Karl Marx talked about it in the 1800's he ~aid that there 
would be U1c three unified trad.i ng blocks in the world which consisted of all of the Americas and 
the Caribbean together and then Europe as another one, then all the Asian countries as a third. 
That's exactly what you' re seeing today. 

Jackie: That's what the Trilatera l Commission is set up to do? 

Alan: Y cs, and they a lways find the top of the Tri latera l Commission with the top of your trade 
department in each country. In this country, it's Lloyd Axworthy, another old knightly name. 

Jackie: I've said many times that this whole world is an illusion and yet it's very real to us, here 's 
where we are, and we have been talking about the monetary system and I'm always looking fo r a 
solution. Here we are in their game. When people try to get out of their game, they wind up in 
prison or losing everything they have. People who have property taxes and don' t pay them lose their 
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homes. We cannot sit and do n01hing. even if our rcsismnce is \\ithin that shell. it seems so hopeless 
or helpless. 

Alan: Traditional methods are handed to you. They give you a hero. you follow the hero, you either 
follow them into rebellion and you always end up worse than you wen: when you started, or else 
you think you've won a war and you've lost it in rea lity. l11ese are traditional mcthous anti we're 
talking about an organization which since its inception was based on the miliwry example. Mil itary 
technique and warfare, long before the Knight~ Templar came along, they had lancers in the lluns 
~111d the Veringians and the other mobs that came out of the Caucasus area. They were lancers; they 
were wearing armor in I 000 Fl. C. and they had a brotherhood then and they held everything in 
common: all property was in common. When the Knights Templar did the same kind o r thing 
everybody pledged their estates and their castles to the Templars. to the orguni7ntion. They were a 
religious military order. That's what you have today. Everybody in Ceci l Rhodes· group for 
instance. was rotated from the inner circle. They would be the head or director of a bank for a year 
or two. they would be in politics for another year or two: then they would be on another 
international board of gold or something else in the Transvaal. 

What you have today is the same technique. These people could have their castles back but 
only basically in trust they called it. and that"s why Cecil Rhodes created the trust laws. They 
already had trusts because everything rrom the Middle Ages onwards in Europe with the royalry, 
the nobil ity, was actually held in trusts to the order. So technically. they themselves never owned 
anything hut they lived at U1e pinnacle M material existence aU down through the ages. Communist 
Ru~si a was exactly the same way. The e lite in communist Russia coultl school their children in 
Switze rla nd. They became the next rul ing generation. The artists, the various scientists and so on all 
hod a beautiful home genera lly in Moscow. they' ll have a heautiful country home, n uacha, 
somewhere, but in reality, technically they owned nothing autl thnt"s the military order o r the 
Tcmplnrs. ll 's exactly the same thi.ng. 

Jackie: In America. we have the Rockefeller. the Carnegie. the Ford trusts and hundreds of tllem 
underneath them, trusts within trust.~. Then they changed the laws after those trusts were set up. 
fhose tax-exempt trust~, so then they change the laws and nobody else can do it. 

Al:ln: Yes. there are ways apparently of doing it if you have an in with them. It isn' t just in the 
U.S., it's all over the world. They have certain islands sci up since time immemorial which are 
litera lly tox free havens U1cy call them, a haven or a heaven. Tite Cayman Islands is one, there's the 
Isle o r Man, that's another one; that was one of the very early ones. T hat's where the money 
revolves through. It revolves through these places and you can' t find the paper tr:1ils. eventually you 
lose them because they transfer payments to their own people through various tn1st companies, one 
after another, so even when you're looking for illegalities you can never get to the end of the trai l. 
They've tried it here in Canada and they've run out of leads. It's a comrlctcly closed shop and 
transactions arc international all the time. They always have been international. So what you have. 
it's just like the Knights Tcmplar or Ute Rhodes crowd. which is only the manifestation of his 
generation, till today you have the same politicians at the very top, the inner cabinet, the inner 
chamber as they call it and one year or two years they"ll be the bead of a board, a corporation, like 
George Bush and our Brain Mulroney that signed the NAFT A deal. They both got the directorships 
in a big gold corporation. 

Jack ie: George Bush was knighted, wnsn' t he? 
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Alan: lie was and then after that of course, they-ll revolve either back into politics or else tbey·u I 
revolve into some other directorship or they' ll be lobbyists. you see. 

Jackie: Dole right now is a U.N. representative over in Bosnia for quote. human rightS. Elizabeth I 
Dole, there· s a whole lot of talk about. 

Alan: Well, they own islands all over the world, the Doles. They own the big canning plants, the I 
Dole Corporation and they're a very o ld, old fami ly, tl1c Doles. 

Jackie: Former congressmen and wom~:n lined up, literally being rcprcscntotivcs for foreign I 
countries in trade matters. a~ainstthe Uni ted Stales of America . 

• 

Alan: Sure they do. 

Jackie: We had a conversation after tl1c program last night; we·ve got to do something. What we 
got into was a conversation about our children. Alan. and you quoted Bertrand Russell. and I would 
like you to repeat that for our listeners. This is from his book Education aud the <iood Life. 

Alan: Bertrand RusseU was experimenting wi th children in the 1920's. He had two groups; he bad 
one group of children that he had the usc of during the week, who went to the school and who had 
parents living at home. and they would go back to horne every uighl. lie had another group of 
mphans from an orphanage. JJe was, of course as they all were. going back for co11S, admirers of 
Pl;~to, and Plato's idea, like the SpMtans. was to wkc the children at birth or from weaning into a 
co llective organization, very much like a Kibhut7. system where they would be rc:m.:d solely by non­
relatives. They would never know who their parents were. That was to be the ideal state. So 
Bertrand Russell tried this out and he found by experimentation that if you can get the chi ldren by 
the age of three or four. then anything of the parent's culture and prejudices (meaning choices and 
opinions) that they tried to impart to the children would be of no effect. ln other \\Ords. the school 
indoctrination system which be had devised, with others of course, using psychology from Pavlov 
and various other ones, aU that psychological technique would eventually make null and void 
whatever the children could take from their parents as far as opinions and direction. That was 
f:ducmion and rhe Good Life. 

So. there's nothing new: they were doing it for one hundred years prior to Russell . Any 
psycholllgy book about the history of psychology, especially behavioral psychology I will tell you 
that) from the 1800's omvards there were hundreds and hundn:ds and hundreds of names of people 
who were experimenting. There was no money in it because there was no social WC)rk in those days 
but they were getting funding from trus ts, existi ng trust organizations. So it was mass behavioral 
psychology that was the goal. In one of the books by Eleanor Roosevelt, Jshc talks about I when she 
went to Russia, and she said that the one person that she wanted to meet wasn't Stalin it was 
actually Pavlov because she said she had sMlicd all his experimentations, and read all his reports. 
She said that she noticed with the children in Russia. (because they introduced the methodology into 
the school system) that they weren'tas happy going and coming from school as American children. 
but it was more than compensated for by tl1c fact that they were so well behaved and orderly. 

Jackie: She wrote this book herself? 

Alan: It's hard to tell if it was ghost-wriuen it or not. 
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Jackie: In the book she made the statcrnelll that they had to. in order to bring in a program, they 
would literally have to change human nature. I mean that's a whole subject in itself but one of the 
most important things that any of our listeners could do. anybody who has children and they are in 
the public, government school system. they need to get out and I can·t imagine any sacrifice that 
would be too great. 

Alan: Yes, because they are you. Your cllildn:n are part of you. 

Jackie: Yes. It's like you said. Two or three or four hours in school and anyth ing the paren ts try to 
do, any va lues they try to insti ll, it doesn" t matter. 

Alan: It docsn" t mauer. Irs null and void. 

Jackie: Because they have their methods of operant condi tioning and brainwashing the children. lf 
you have children and they stay in the public school system, you can say good bye to your children 
and ) our children· s minds. because they arc being stolen. I do know people who have gone back to 
driving one car, taking sack lunches to work. People say ··1 earmot do it because I don·t make 
enough now to make ends meet and I can"t quit working b<..-causc I'm tltc sole income"' and I know 
tl1at tl1ere arc communities where when the parcnl~ have lO "'ork, then a parent who can stay home 
will, and everybody contributes a little bit so th!ll the single parents are able to cont inue working 
und their chi ldren can be home schooled. Maybe this is what you were ta lking about when you said 
tl1c answer is within people and creativity h~ts been so stincd that tru ly when there's a will there's a 
way. isn' tthcrc? 

Alan: Not only a wi ll , no, it's more. It's au understanding. Society is being brought to the stage 
where you do have masses of single parents and not only is it accepted it's almost more approved 
on a higher level more tllan anything else and that again was part of the world plan. to disrupt the 
basic unit of anything which is the family. They actually started way back in this century, using 
music and various techniques to try and sec which would work beuer on children to create a 
separate class within humanity, which we now call teenagers; there was no such tcnn in the 1920's, 
tltat came oui in the 1950's. They tried it with tbc movies, of course. which they chumed out during 
tl1c 2nd World War. TI1ey tried after the war to introduce what they call t11c Beatnik generation. if 
you remember that, where they even put the fashion of a pullover or a sweater with a high neck, the 
beard, and then they re-introduced marijuana and jazz and it didn't take off too well. So they 
worked really hard and, bang in the 1960's, a door was being unlocked everywhere at the same 
time; you have this perrect system which was solely aimed at kids which was called pop then. 
~ventually it wa.~ called rock [or a very good reason because that's what they ended up taking. But 
the thing was geared with sex. 

In Britain, the BBC brought out tl1is show out in the 1960' s, it was co iled Top of the Pops, 
and you had a middle aged guy with longish sLraw hair, with a silly cigar like Groucho Marx who 
giggled like a kid. I was a kid watching this thinking how stupid this guy looked. Yet it worked with 
the children; tllcy had go-go dancers who wore hardly anything at all. for that period. They had all 
the iJlStaot groups that were presented to the people overnight who were all from old family lines. 
by the way, like Herman's Hermits and so on, and as I said last night, tlley \\Ould stand there and do 
their miming act because you couldn't sing live unless you set your equipment up. They had solid 
wood guitars which make no sound unless you plug them in. They had no cords going anywhere, 
tltey were s imply lip-syncing; tl1ey were actors. The kids swallowed tl1is, but at the same time it was 
accompanied by the cooperation of oil of the media, wrinen, photographic, mognzincs, everything 
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of the period. Then at the same time they bombarded Britain and Europe "ith LSD. There were men 
going around handing out bags to university smdents at the beginning [of the drug crazcf but 
nobody ever caught them. That" s very str:mgc. isn't it? These LSD piUs appeared C\ crywhere and 
masses of cannabis resin and ca1mabis was handed out and then their runners came and s tarted 
making money on a regu lar supply route. ll1is all happened within a four year period. They had all 
of the muses, as I say. working in concert. The fashion industry c~me out. ot the very same time, 
wi th nil of the clothes that you were to wear if you wanted to be this new thing ca lled a teenager. 
with your own identity. Jeans appeared, you had the frilled jackets. Now thut 's the lash ion induslly. 
Plato talk~ about the fasl<ion induslly. Those arc his words translated right from the Greek. 

Jackie: lie octually called it the fashion industry? 

Alan: Yes. What you had was massive promiscuity and you had illegi timate binhs nil over the 
place. Then you had the well-funded feminist groups which came out of nowhere apparently. who 
demanded abortion-on-demand. So you created the problems and came up "ith a solution. We 
dehumanize ourselves and once that generation has !,'Town up by gradualism. you can put more sex 
on TV. ll1ey don·t call it making lo\C they tried that expression then, now they just say having sex. 
So they dehumanize stage by stage until , if your great grandmother could be brought back and put 
beside you, you should be blushing if you could s it and watch the TV one or two hours 5o lid in her 
company. 

Jackie: Don' t forget it was the 1960's when the Kinsey report came out. 

Al:m: l ie was patterned from tho~e same techniques and he was a complete lie. too. 

Jockic: He was a pervert and a pedophile. 

Alan: lie was a homosex"Ual too. His wife was a prostitute. there's no joke about that now. llis 
subjects were homosexuals and they were prostimtes as well. 

Jackie: When they put all those ligures in there, about premarital and extramarital sex and 
homosexuality, pmbably a lot of people maybe reacted the way I did when I rend thi5. l thought 
there was something wrong with me. I"m serious. 

/\Ian: Oh yes. and it's not only that, you sec, again it took the cooperation of all of the media to 
build this man up just the same way as the media and the magazines bu ild up the next pop srar 
they're going to present to you. No different. They don ' t i.nquire into anyth ing when they're 
presenting an image or a new hero to you. another role model to follow. It takes massive 
cooperation. So anybody who thinks there's anything free out there as far as any kind of media 
goes. I'd forget them, 1 th ink they're lost. But anyway, that's what happened. and it happened all 
through ~uropc. Today there's no difference. You can go from here to Germany and beyond and 
you' ll sec the same kids wearing pants with the crotch at their knees and a hat on backwards and a 
shin that's way too big for them, because they get it from Hollywood. they get it from the ·much 
music'. That's what they said in the 1960's. They were discussing what the future culture would be 
for the world. They said it would be created and distributed by Hollywood, you sec. and now we 
have it. So those cultures, those things with rhe baggy pants didn 't originate with a black gang 
leader in the States somewhere; J mean those things appeared first on the video, much music, then 
they hit the stores. So the kids look for an iden tity, their identity is given to them and they follow. 
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nu•yfollo .... Even the zoologists get in on the act to make sure that these techniques work. I mean, 
if you watch the "ildlife programs they show you when an ape anacks you. a gorilla always has that 
long grasp. They ha,·e the camera almost at ground level and you·ll sec that ape rushing towards the 
camera and it will go up laterally to each side and then the hand goes up to the head level and it 
shakes its hand and it's very threatening and you're seeing it from ground lev.:!. 111en it rushes back 
again and then back and forth. That" s exactl y the technique that they usc on the rap music. What it's 
doing to the black people. 

Jack ie: What do you mc;lll? 

Alan: Irs the same technique. I r you watch any of the rap music videos, the camera is almost at the 
fl oor. the guy waddles side-to-side up to the camer:1 and then up go the elbows go up to the s ide. the 
hands move up and then they start shaking them and then pointing them at the camera and drawing 
their hand :1way. as if thcy·re thrashing you. It's 3 very threatening gesture: it came right from 
\\ildlife. I heard a black guy talking about it who left the system. lie said he was picked up by a 
bunch of guys. they had a few easy-going songs on the go, amongst thernseh es and he said once 
they hit the studios they completely rewrote the songs, they put in all the hate stuff; you know the 
anger stuff. kill police men and all this stuff. lie said they then dressed him for the part. He said we 
just wen t through what they told us to do. There's no difference fwm anything that you see now irs 
all produced. It 's all pre-made. 

Jackie: People can identify with the animals? 

1\lon: Well . you don·t get it, you see whot they're also doing is mocking themselves if you're 
creating <111 identity for a people who arc then turning and mocking themselves. and they"re also 
being very aggressive to other people; that"s what the image is meant to create. You can' t watch a 
rap video without feeling that you want to push that guys hands out of your eyes because thar s 
what it seems to be doine. Then Desmond Morris. who was a zoologist and who knew Pavlov. - -\\TOte a book in the 1960. s called 11ut Naked Ape and he went through the whole pop scene of ihe 
time. I le said you can't play a guitar normally when it's strung dO\m at your w:~ist. and you can·t. 
It's very difficult. You can't do a proper bar across with your lingers. it"s too awkward. He said it 
was deliberately created during ll1e sixties when it first hit where they dropped the guitar right down 
to the crotch leveL right? Now, you can picture how these gui tars work. ·ntc neck of the guitar is the 
phallus and they literally play that on s tage. Subconsciously you don't rceogni%e it, he said, but if 
you want to know why they go wild with these rop groups, they're actually seeing a sexual disp lay 
on an altnr. Those were his words . 

.Iockie: I think that's pretty obvious to most people, don·! you? 

Alan: Most people don·t, because they're only taking in a different level. They're taking the 
presentation, what the presentation is trying to give them. No. they don't sit and analy:>.e it at all, 
especially children, especially when the parents come to be approving. 

Jackie: It's almost as if parents arc afraid 10 say no to their children. 

Alan: Well, each generation, with the speed now of the increase of technique it doesn't take fifteen 
or twenty years for the next age. I ll1ink it was Beria, the Russian KGB police leader in the 1930's, 
who at the international Comintern meeting made the statement that we now have the psychological 
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techniques to literally change the people every live years. They' ve brought it down to live years 
they can hit the next stage and the next stage. We don' t realize that kids. very small kids will sit and 
they' ll tum to their parents looking to see if the parents are showing approva l or disapproval. But 
\\hen those parents have been jaded themselves through gradualism. they'll sit and watch it. In 
psychiatry, (it' s still in all the books today) voyeurism is a sickness. It is people who watch others 
having sex. It's a sickness. People get locked up for that. the peeping toms and so on. 

J~cki c: Today, lhey show it all over the television. 

Alan: T hey've turned the whole world into voyeurs. 

Jackie: There's a lot of di fference between us and animals, but there's a tremendous similarity when 
the spiritu:1l is missing. That's what's so frightening it's because when the spirituality is somehow 
subdued or eliminated what are we lefi with, a thinking animal? 

Alan: Every child is unique when they're born. 1l1cy're unique from everybody that's been before 
because that child has not yet been conditioned and has all of its senses intact and it's waiting to usc 
them, and as soon as he ha~ awareness and memory he's lied to fTOm the very beginning. We do it 
al l the time. You say Santa Claus is coming and the kid looks at the chimney and the kids says '·But 
a man couldn't get up this chimney or down it." Then the parents say " It 's magic and only special 
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people have it.'' I 
Jackie: But then when you finally te ll them. or they find out; we lie to them ru1d we expect them to 
be truth ful. 

Alan: Yes, and you're also conditioning them that there are some people who arc specia l and 
they're not because they can't do that. That's the first real big mistake. 

Jackie: Well. our parents do that to us. We do it to our children. 

Alan: Well, they' ve been conditioned themselves. You've got to stop the conditioning, the cycle, 
and you know that's the f!Ist stage. You can' t do it when there's the carrot of materialism out there 
and enj oying oneself is the main purpose in life. You can't do it. You can't have both parent.~ going 
off <tnd in fact you can hardly have a stable marriage to begin with whether you have children or 
not, when both parents are off. They've done thousands of studies of the workplace and that's 
where a ll the affairs happen. That's where they begin. They' ve always known that you don't just 
put males and fema les together in close confinement where they spend mon: time with other people 
than wi Lh their husband or wife at home. 

Jackie: Especially the reality of marriage and a relationship. the good and the bad. They have these 
beautiful women, very few women are as beautiful as the ones that arc on the screen and there 
arcn 't so many handsome, masculine, sex-y men; it creates dissatisfaction. 

Alan: Of course it does, yes. It always will. 

Jackie: Then, like you said, they come home after a hard day's work and tbe chi ldren have been 
screaming all night. That's the reality of it, for bener or ror worse. 
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Alan: Yes and again with each genera tion we' re losing the contact that we even had wi th our own 
parents because we don ·t even look nfter our elderly anymore. 

Jack ie: No, we stick them in a home. 

Alan: We stick them in a horne so you see (rom each part of your own life experience. you have the 
elderly put away, you' re there on your own. the children are off doing their own thing, and they see 
themselves as a separate entity. They are teenagers. They are a di fferent group than you and :;o each 
sectiM of life has de li berately been pru-tcd, and planned that way, there's no doubt about it at al l. 
That was what Karl Marx said in the Communist Manifesto, the abolishment of marriage would be 
one of them. 

Jackie: /\s tough as it is. I think today when people look around and see how little there is of real 
value in li[e, I mean because the good Ji(·e isn' t the good l ife, how many people do you know that 
are wealthy that are actually happy because that's stuff. It' s the relationships and isn' t that what 
Jesus taught us? 

Al<1J1: Well when you're dying ... ! haven't seen somebody dying yet who talks about their latest TV 
set or plastic this or whatever. ll's about who they knew, who they do know and who might come 
and visit them before they die. ll1at's what matters. 

Jackie: Yeah, and also. being grateful, looking at that person who is with you, and being thankfu L 

Alan: If people rea lly started looking at each other and showing their own spi ritua lity to each other 
instead of listening to people telling them who to thank, to be honest with you. Billy Graham or U1e 
guy from the local church is no nearer to God thanl am. 

Jackie: l mean by acknowledging the blessing of having one another. 

Alan: Yes. I mean that's all you 've got. That's all we have. Lf America was taken over tomorrow by 
some other nationality, what's your prime concern? Is it going to be everybody in the U.S. or your 
immediate family? It's only who you know. Real estate is just the land that you si t on. We've been 
created into nations. That's what Karl M"arx said, too, that through Communi$m you can take over 
whole hundreds of nations, he said, which would take hundreds of years of negoti ations and treaties 
if they were all separate. So we've been changed from fami lies, into lr.ibcs. into regions, into 
countries and now here ·s the final one where you' re moved into the big plain where each time they 
get bigger and bigger, we get smaller and smaller as an individua l until you're a number in a 
computer in Brussels. That's where we' ve ended up. 

Jackie: Do you happen to have your tape The Fuwre from Leonard Cohen handy? I' d like for our 
listeners to hear that. 

Alan: He is one of the big-timers; he's oot a front man like most of them because interviewers are in 
awe of this man when he comes on for an interview. He sits there as though he's royalty, which is 
sort of g iveaway because they have such massive egos. Here ·s the one called The Fwure, "Give me 
back my broken night. give me my secret room, my secrell ile, it's lonely here, there's no one left to 
to1iure. Give me absolute control over every living soul. Lie bes"ide me, baby. That's an order! Give 
me crack and anal sex. Take the only tree that's left and stuff it up the hole in your culture. Give

me back the Berlin Wall, give me Stalin and Sl Paul. I've seen the fut11re, brother, and it' s murder. 
Things arc going to slide in all directions, won't be nothing, nothing you can measure anymore. The 
blizzard of the world has crossed the threshold and it's overtumed the order of the soul. \Vhen they 
said rerent. I wonder what they meant. When they said repent. I wonder what they meant." 

Alan: He repeats that, because repent is an interesting word, as I've said befi.1re. ''You don't know 
me from the wind, you neve.r will , you never did. I'm the little Jew who wrote the Bible . J' ve seen 
the nations rise and 1all, I've heard their stories, heard them all , but love's the only engine of 
survival. Your servant here, he has been told, to say it clear, to say it cold. IL's over, it ain' t going 
any further. And no"" the wheels of heaven stop, you feel the devi l's riding crop. Get ready for the 
future, il is n1u rder." 

Alan: Then back to the chorus again. 

Jackie: "Yottr servant here, he ·s been told to say it c lear to say it b<Jid." He· s referring to himsel I'? 

Alan: Well he'~ one of them, yes. l-Ie did go through his phase with ... 

Jackie: " I see the future. it is murder." 

Alan: Yeah. Of course it's murder. We're being convinced that we arc nothing but animals and 
we' ve come to bcl.icvc that. Everything you see on wildlife shows, you know, man is just another 
animal, and once you start believing in the lies then when they put tl1ings or what appears to be a 
practicality towards you, like overpopulation, then you will give permission to have yourself 
cuthanizecL 

Jackie: We mentioned Zachariah Sitchin. He's been on programs; he's been on Art Bell quite a bit. 
He's t11e one that wrote the books that tell us we that we were cloned by beings from another planet. 
lie wrires a good story that makes you wonder if this is possible. Zachariah Sitchin was raised in 
Palestine, he was a published joumalist, and he attended the London School of Economics and 
Science. 

Alan: Y cs, which belongs to Oxford. 

.Jackie: lle graduated from the University or London majoring iJJ economics and history. Why 
vvou ld these books be so widely published anyway? They' re cheap, whereas t11e books that have the 
real information in it are almost beyond our means to purchase: three and five and eight hundred 
doUars. Alan, thank you once again. 

Alan: Goodnight folks. 
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Jackie: Alan has been with us for five weeks now. We're going to continue with our inspection o f 
the lies and the revealing of the truth, of history, of the lies wc·ve been to ld down through the ages, 
that we were all bom into because our parents were and the ir parents before t11cm and before them 
and bcl(m;! them. Thank you once again for joining us. 

J\ I an: lle llo. 

Jackie: We have been led to believe that we arc inferior and that there are people (experts and 
special people) who are so far beyond us and a lot of it comes from the writings in the Bible that I 
don't ailribute to Jesus. Tell me what you think about that. 

Alan: Well. the Bible really is a legal book. It's a book of rules cleverly craAed and most of the 
words we usc come from it and yet we don' t reali7.c what the legal mean.ing of the words really are. 
We usc them everyday. What the elite call the commoners use the common verse but the legal 
spccia lisL~ of course know what the meaning rea lly is. 

Jack ie: I went through Acts and I've been reading Paul's letters to the Romans and Pours letters to 
the Corinthians. First or all i11 Acts, we had three different vers ions of f'aurs experience on the road 
to Damascus. One of them said that Jesus came to him and said ·'Paul why arc you persecuting 
n1c?" and then he said he told Paul to get up and get into Damascus and or course Paul was blind, 
and he would he given his instructions and it said that the men who were with him could hear the 
voice but couldn't see anything and they were frightened. The next time it was told it said that the 
men (and Paul was saying this) who were with him could not hear any \'oices. The third time Paul 
told the story, he had a whole much longer version of what Jesus told him and what r ve been 
noticing is that so much of what Paul writes to the churches. !you can find] nothing in the Bible Ito 
confim1] that Jesus said most of what Paul is saying. Jesus talked to us about love. l ie said "Love 
your God with all your heart and mind and soul ond lo\'C your neighbor as yourself." and he said 
"Love one another even as I have loved you." I le told us that we should do unto others as they do 
unto us. Jesus told us to love our God. Paul talks about the wrath of God. I would like yt)ur insight. 

Alan: Well. they didn't have the internet in those days, so they had a hard time coordinating tbe ir 
stori~:s and that's why the first book is the book of Acts and that's why Shakespear..: wrote that all 
the world is a stage and we arc but the players. You have the name Paul (he chonges it from sun 
which is Saul. S-0-L, S-A-U-L, it's all the same th ing) and he changed it to Paul. I r you look at the 
root of where Paul comes from. and in old Latin (tl1ey'vc changed Latin about three times down 
through the ages) and the ancient root of Paul was pagla, then they changed it to page, a noble 
squire. Part of being a squire is being a page, and a page is also a leaf and a leaf is part of a tree, 
you sec. So Pala, which is the old name for it, pagcla also means a ~-pade or a socket. l!'s a socket 
where you put a jewel into in a ring. called a pala. Pala in Engl ish is P-A-L-A. That's what the word 
Paul means. so Paul is the seat into wbich the jewel is fi ued. So in other words. it 's a pseudonym. 
It's made up. We nom1ally call it a bezel today in jewelry. but the old name in Latin is actually pala, 
so it's also a seat or something which you carry, like a pallbearer carries the body. The old root of 
that word came from Palaemoo, who was the old sea god in ancient times, also cal led Mcl icenes. 
who was a shepherd or the keeper o f cattle. The word palestra comes from palace. The word 
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palestra in Latin. (the same as the Greek) was the art of speaking or rhetoric. Of course. in Greece. 
they had the sophist school. the wrestle; you need to wrestle ,,;th the words. wrestle with the \'oicc. 
"lltat· s where you get palatine or paulatine. Palatine Hill was the hill on which the temple was 
seated. the temple of Apollo in ancient Rome. 

Jackie: There was somebody named Apollo th:tt he referred to in Romans. 

Alan: Yes. Palatine IIi II was the hill or the sctJL the stone in which the temple or the jewel w<JS set in 
Rome. the temple o f /\polio. The Palatine Tri be were the troops of the nobi lity who guarded lhe 
temple !l llU the royally; that"s why YOtl have the polatine. The Pa lladian Rite or the KLI Klux Klan. 
comes fi·om that. You have palatum which is the palate of the mouth. That's where it ties into the 
verbal wrestling, to wrestle with words. So all o f these words go right back LO Paul or Pales. P-A-L­
E-S, who was the ancient goddess of herds and shepherds. So Paul was a pseudonym made up to 
carry the jeweL the word. That's why you have Palestine which is the seat of the stone or the jewel; 
the stone. 

Jackie: What about lhc changing of his name to Saul after he had his experience on the road to 
Damascus? 

1\lan: Saul is already the light. He was the bringer of the light. I !c became the p:t llbearer. lie wasn't 
a he at all. obviously. lie is a pallbearer. I le was the carrier. He was the speaker from his mouth, 
palcstra, verbal wrestling in the school of rhetori c. you see. 

Jackie: We know that l1e was a Pharisee and he was busy killing a lot of Christians for a long time. 
lie wasn't one of the aposlles who tmveled with Jesus, whose books are very s lim but he's quoted 
more in my King James which is supposed to be a Christian I3iblc and the Christian Rible is 
supposed to be based on the teachings of Christ, and yet of a SC\'en-hundred-page Dible, five 
hundred pages are the Old Testament. Paurs letters to the Romans and the Corinthians and the 
llebrews gel as much space as the apostles did. In fact. aU of the apostles aren"t quoted or wrinen in 
the Bible. 

Alan: This was the mythology of the new teaching. The mythology, a method of unifying 1.hc world. 
The Universal church is what it turned into eventually. Universal, the una voce, one voice. Today. 
the word international means inte r. to bury the nations, inter-nation. So anything with international 
is to bury the nations . The o ld uni was uniting of the one voice . We 've all been confused s ince early 
Limes and that's the myth of the Babel creation where man was confused with words and languages. 
In other words, at one time, in ancient limes there was one understanding which eventually had to 
be disrupted by those who control. 

Jackie: Is that what the origin of [Babell was all about? 

Alan: That"s basically the only way it could have been. At one time people ob,·iously could 
understand one another. Understand is a bad word. They could stand one another. put it that way. 
You don"t put yourself under anything. Out they were on an equal footing or level. They could 
definitely communicate and understand, if you Like. But the universal meant the one voice, una 
voce. So since then we've been lighting into creating nations and now it's time to inter. Inter means 
to bury. It's Lime to bury the nations. International, that was only created as a term in the 1700"s. 
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Jackie: I notice here in Acts. chapter II. and verse 26. !describing] when Paul went into Antioch. h 
says that a whole year they as!:cmbled themselves. with the church. and the disciples were called 
Christians first in Antioch. So actually it was Paul who established the church, wasn't it? 

;\l ~n: No. There was no P<lul. There was no such r .:rson as just one s ingular Paul. Pau l literolly is 
the root meaning for srcaking. h's a name. It's like I -a7.arus rising from the dead. That"s what Lazar 
means. Irs a pseudonym for a method of pushing something. Pala literally is the socket in which 
you set a jewd. We call it the bezel today. Anybody can go and look it up for themselves. 

Jackie: So you· rc saying that t11ese lcners, were not ''Tittcn by a person named Paul. 

Alan: ·n,ey couldn't have been. It's l ike somebody calling a person who weeds your garden Dandy 
Lion. you know. lie gets on the road to Dm11<1Scils and the symbol for Damascus is the rose. The 
rose of Damascus. The rose of Damascus is the cross. It"s the sun cross. It 's the equidistant cross 
within a circle. ll has four areas inside of it. Uach one of them is ninety degrees which is a true 
angle. That"$ what you' ll sec on most of the tcmplar dons. their cloak. You'll sec it on the badge of 
the Ku Klux Klan; you'll see it in Israel. You'll sec it everywhere. It's the sign of the sun. The rose. 
Each petal being four: t11e four parts of order . 

.Iuckie: 'W"hen he wrote the one lener lo the Romans he saluted and said. you know. say hi to 
Priscilla. and she's done rnuch work for us and there were several women mentioned who were 
really great in the building of the church and yet in his speaking he said that you r women can ' t t31k 
in church. You know it's an anathema. You have to keep your women quiet becau~e they're not 
a loud to talk in church. I just would like to hear the difference between this and what they have 
gi,·cn us of the teachings of Jesus. It is so opposite. 

Alan: What they did was tum the old religion and give them a new face. a new fac;ade. The old one 
was very anti-female. It \\"dS an !order ofknightslthat was previous to the Knights Tcmplar: it wa~ 
always a knighthood organization. 1t was the order of the military from the top down. Women 
basically were valued ... actually even the word marc, Mary. merry, apart from all it~ other meanings 
it also means mare, a fema le horse. You find tha t also means sea so Marc is also a sea. ll1e Mare 
Noir, you know in the Olock Sea So you lind the women were only valued for their o ffspring, their 
breeding purposes, for a genetic line. The pure line, you see. That's why the old ancient mother 
goddesses they"ve dug up nil over Europe and the Middle East. the person. or the woman generally 
doesn't bm·e a bead. just the body and it's an obese. terrible looking thing. Something that is used 
simply to breed. 

Jackie: Diana was pictured with a hundred breasts? 

i\lan: We.ll yes, that's typica l. It's that in llinduism as well. This religion was a worldwide religion 
of its day. 

Jackie: In Acts. when the people saw what Paul had done, tbey lifted up their voices saying in the 
speech of Lycaonia. "The gods will come down to us in the likeness of men," and they called 
Barnabas Jupiter or Zeus and Paul Mcrcurius because he was the chief speaker. Now, is that just a 
symbolic thing? 
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Alan: Mercury basically is just another 5.)'mbol of Apollo, being nearest the Sun, S-U-N. Ile was the 
messenger, the planet nearest to the sun. generally picrured with wings on his ankles and so on. 

Jackie: Jesus said not to take an oath. not to take oaths or vows. I Jere it says Paul took his leave of 
the bre thren Pricilla and Aqui la having shorn his head in {I can't pronounce these places) for he l1ad 
a vow. Now this was supposed to be an apostle of Jesus'? 

Alan: \v11at you have to underswnd. even in tod:ty's nobility and all those auached to them and all 
the workers of the nobi lity, in other words, the orders of nobi lity and here's how it goes. You have 
to listen to this. In ancient times. you had symbologies which ofien used birds for symbols and the 
hin.ls they used were the ones who had a plume or a crest <m thei r head. Now all I'm going to talk 
about are signs. ·n1cse are signs of who you arc. So you have a plume on your head and it's also the 
same thing that the knights had on their heads. That was their recognition sign jof] who they were. 
eventually it changed and they called it a crest; a bird has a crest. It's the same th ing as the plume. 
In French you have your nom de plume. tlmt's your name. your plume. It's tl1e same thing. You can 
go on and on and on wi th this. Your eye is also a crest. It has the symbol of the flower, the iris. In 
t11e Middle East even today they look at your eyes. They wan t to see what color your eyes arc 
because that's the color of your crest or your hereditary genes, if you lik'c. 

Jackie: Blue eyes are supposed to be good? 

Alan: Jt varies with where you are. It goes all down through it so your crest, y<1ur sign, your 
symbols. all of that thing is very important when it comes to talking to people or the names of 
organi7..atit1ns. 1l1c sign in old knighthood, (long befi>re Knights Templar because the Khazars also 
were annored knights and long before [the Tcmplars].) they had to show their s ign. It' s a legality to 
show your sign, to come forth and be recognized. You ·11 find in most orders. they give you their 
sign. Companies and organiza tions will give you their sign, citber through their name or a logo. 
These arc all signs and each sign is your crest. It's a symbol of who you arc. 

Jackie: You know that they show themselves because we all have to be willing fools like the story 
of tl1e wicker man. 

Alan: The ancient story of' the wicker man is even described by Tacitus. who is a supposed Roman 
historian who went into Britain which they called Albion after tl1e hills of Rome. the while hills of 
Rome where the whi te people lived in the white palaces. The "~cker man was a form of sacrifice 
where the people who did the sacrificing, the so-called druids or tl1e trees, it's another name for 
trees, and trees themselves are architectural with their limbs and their boughs and their arches. et 
cetera. What they d id was they would get a stranger who didn ' t know the rules and they would lead 
a line right through the town. and people would speak to tl1e stranger and say something's going to 
be sacri ficed. They might eveo let the person meet a child and then tltc chi ld would disappear. the 
stranger would be concerned. lie would get led straight to the sacrificial site which ·was a huge man, 
basically this figure of n man made of wicker, !Ike a basket. He had to go to the very end so he 
thought he was there to save a person or the people, a savior in other words, and in reality he was 
the sacrificial victim but he had to go along with it unwittingly and he was eventually put inside of 
the wicker and the doors were tied closed and then he was burned. The basic premise was that they 
could only sacrifice the willing fool. In other words, they had literally given him the true s igns but 
he had misunderstood them. 
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Jackie: What were the signs that h<: should have understood? 

Alan: He :>hould have understood number one, general ly it was held on certain festive occasions 
which were planetary or the various equinox occasions. That should have been his first clue. IVIany, 
mm1y other clues were laid down for them. But again he always, theoret ically would end up inside 
the wicker man and be burned to death. 

Jackie: Today we're all willing fools? 

Alan: We' re willing fools. One of your main heroes in the U.S. is Jefferson. Now JeJTerson. like 
most of them. gives you his history and no one else docs. Basically, it's family history. the same as 
Franklin. But Jefferson's writings almost come out of a place he called Monticello. Tbat means 
basically the secret is cello. The secret ofl' the mountain. that's what it means. Now there' s another 
short wave radio bringing in people and they call themselves Monticello. You must be a will ing 
fool. This is how the technique works. If you do it knowingly then you better know where you 
stand. Most people do11' t do it knowingly. Another tenn is sub-rosa, under the rose. which means 
the oath of secrecy. That's what every mi lit.ary person in ancient Rome had to take at one time was 
an oath sub-rosa. under the rose. 

These terms are hidden from the publ ic. The high clergy are well , well aware (l[ all the 
meanings of them. There· s not one single pan of your anatomy that is not named after. or vice 
versa, part of a church., you know. The vault. you've got the arch, you have your r ibs of tl1c arch. 
You have the mouth itself. The word glossa is th.: old te.m1 tor the tongue in Saxon, your Anglo­
Saxon, this is your tongue. Your tongue alsc> means power of speech. Power as in a tower. It's 
surrounded by your mouth's o ld name in Anglo-Saxon is moot, mouth. It also is where you have a 
moat surrounded with water inside your mouth. They usc the various dental s igns on tower walls 
you' ll sec them they're lillie squares, like teeth. That's the teeth which prolect, and that' s also where 
you get the word paladin from. The guardians of the people in the tower. 

Jackie: What has this got to do with churches? What is their symbology of all of this? 

Alan: The people at the top know very wel l that they have brought you in to somebody else· s 
temple. Your temple is yolll' head and your body. It even tel ls you that in the .Bible. It must tell you 
that. 

Jackie: Your mind. 

Alan: It's more than just yOLLr mind. You have a temple on either side of your brow on your head. 
You have a crown on your head which is your arch. You have an arch on your foot. Your foot 
stands on the ground. It's wha t you walk with, your pediment. The bottom of a pillar is called a 
pediment ll stands on a rock. It's all the same symbology all going back to the same root meanings. 
Your eye is your window to the soul. You have t.he eye you have the pupil of the eye, the apple of 
your 1'1.\other's eye. Once again, apple is what you call yomself in french, you give your name, 
Je m'appcllc. that's where it comes from, I am called. Your eye (I) is also your name, what you are 
called is Je m'appelle. I am called. So this goes on and on and on. 

Jackie: What do you know about Phi Beta Kappa and Thomas Jefferson.? 
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Alan: It 's supposed to be the first university fratern ity set up in the U.S., the very first one, 
supposedly. I think it's at Columbia University, the column, the pillar; Columbia. that's why you 
have Christopher Columbia, you know. Columbus. That's why you have a Saim Columbu~ who the 
fi rst saint who comes into Britain. It's all symbology. Christopher Columbus, Cristobal was his 
name. Cristobal Columni. Columni is the same as Columbi. 

Jackie: You said we just have to understand and accept that every hero we ' ve ever had. they gave 
us. That brings us to our constitution. Because when people find out that our founders were part of 
Lhis, you know being part of Freemasonry, the Il luminati , Benjamin Franklin, these are people who 
sal in and drafted our constitution, my question to you was "Arc you saying that they fooled us?'' 
You said, ''No, because the document itself is a very workable document except they're not 
following it." But you explained that they did it because they had to give the people something that 
they were going to accept, but that they knew the people would throw away at the ftrst crisis. 

Alan: Pretty well , that's it. 111e technique that's always been used from the earliest times by people 
who rode horses were basically the knights who started all this going right back into our prehistory. 
They arrive on the scene as the maste rs and the lords, the ones who rode the horses. The word 
aquesta is the o ld Latin name for a knight" long before, thousands of years before the Knights 
Tcmplar came around, and you get your name equestrian meaning a horse rider ficom it and part of 
the name quest (a knigh t is on a quest) comes from aquesta. These orders have always ruled this 
planet. ll's an international brotherhood. It doesn't matter the color of the people at the top because 
they're carefully interbred and they' re the head o r every people on this planet. 

I low you cause change in any society and any thi11g, any living being, is to create disorder or 
fear. If you can imagine a herd of cattle grazing, they'll graze quietly and slowly and move tm in an 
independent pace but how you get them into motion to move is to create fear and once they're 
moving then by using other riders or sheep dogs or whatever, you can then push them into the 
direction you want them to go. While they' re doing it they're in a panic and when you' re in a panic 
you don' t think for yourse lf, you're ca~i ly led. That is the tedmique that's been used down all 
throughout history; you can go into the ancie.nt pharaonic times you Lind the pharaoh would give his 
daughters away to other princes that he had dominion over, the whole of the Middle East and then 
to China, and he wasn' t giving tb.em away to fordg,ners because when you really look into it, the 
ones he was giving them away to were also relativc.s of his because his predecessors bad also given 
his sons away to become knights j ust like in tbe Middle Ages and up until the 1500's, the knights 
and the lords would give out their sons to neighboring knights to be brought up as squires and learn 
the art of knigh thood. 

The new world order was the last stage of the game of creating a dominion over the whole 
world. \Vhat they did was they carefully, carefully laid their plans [and then I sent in tbe man. They 
always caU it the man or the frank. Frank comes from Veringiaos, the early Hun groups that 
conquered Rome who were also relatives of the Roman nobi lity. So anyway, they send in the frank, 
the line of frank, Franklin. Franklin tells .you himself he was carefully coached from an early age by 
re.lativcs who can1c from Britain on two or three occasions just to see him as a chi ld. When he was 
old enough, he goes over tO Britain, he used the term that he mixed and met with the merchants of 
London. He wasn't talking about shopkeepers [laughs]. Ue was talking about the people who had 
the cartels and international trade of the day. 

.Iackie: When people find out that ow· founders arc not who they thought they were they 
automatically believe that our constitution was a trick and it was no good but as you pointed out, 
they bad to give the people a document that was good because the people never would bavc 
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accepted it It"s like !he story we've heard about 13cnjamin Franklin !also cited to Titomas Jefferson] 
when they came out of that constitutional convention and the lady said ·'What have you given usT 
and he said, ""A Republic, :-.4adame. if you can keep it .. What I would like to hear is not that the 
constitution is not good. It is that they had to give us something good in order for the people to 
accept it and then they knew that the people would throw it away. but it is a workable document and 
I maintain that one of !he reasons there's been such an cffon for the last twenty to thirty yea rs to get 
into our constitution is because they're afraid that enough people w iJ I wake up and say, ··Let's do it 
ri gh t.'' 

/\Jan: No. No. No. They're not af raid o f' any of that. They have the constitution. They know what it 
Jl iC:UIS in their legal terms. they know whot it means. They gave you a term which is called republ ic. 
That means re-public, fi-om the plebeian. The plebeians were the mas~e~. the commoners, they 
"'recommoncd'' you when they gave it to you. They were well aware the average person of the day 
who couldn' t read or write hadn't a clue what it really meant. They thought one Lhing and the 
lawyers are laughing up their sleeve. You ' re a re-plebian and re-public. The Greeks called it the 
demos. you know, the mob. In Latin it's the plebian. from where we get public. You're 
""rcpubliekcd.'' If people don·t know what it means they can do what they want with it, you know. 
If you don' t know what things mean what good is it to you even in your h:u~ds when they can come 
along and say you don't even understand the language that you·re using? It's true. We don' t 
understand the language we use. That's why they have lawyers who rein terpret and go through piles 
and piles and piles of ancient books. Not to get tru th out of anything or right or \~Tong; it is part of 
their rhetoric story that to show you tha t they can win by any means at all . They have the ancient 
history; thc.y have the anc ient kMwledg.: of the meanings of words. We don' t have it. 

Jackie: Btlt wheo you and I talked about this lcarlierJ you did agree that the constitution is 
workable as a form of government. 

Alan: If you understand it If e\·crybody understands it 

Jackie: That was my point, Alan. 

Alan: Unless you could spend half your life in law you could never get to the understanding. 

Jockic: !Jut it's s imple! ·n1e tiling is that the law, the lawyers, the judges reinterpret it. I' m talking 
about the constitution as it's written, as u document. If people were involved, if we wou ldn't have 
~·II gon.: asleep at tile helm a long time ago. 

AI (In: When I was in E urope, I used to meet a lot of young Americans who were traveling the 
world. Often a lot of them were vo lunteering in various groupS to go into Africa or wherever, and I 
would listen to them talking and they were always very cheerful and happy during the 1970's when 
money was abundant I thought how incredibly naive they were in tbeir happiness because they 
would tell people that they were off to various pans of the world to spread democracy and their way 
of life. I said, ·'J thougbt you fought to get away from democracy:· 

Jackie: They only said democracy because that's the word that's used over and over. 

Alan: It doesn't matter what you were given. I don't care what they give you. If the people wi ll 
allow themselves to be mastered by those they th ink are elite and more iJilclligcnt than they are, 
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you'll give it away. I wouldn't put my faith in any piece of paper or anybody else. My senses can 
only judge what"s around me and what"s important to me. 

Jockie: Well, what's impnrtant to you is freedom ond truth. 

Alan: Truth is only your interpretation of using your own senses, nobody else's. I'm saying people 
create the truth for you; it"s created by other people and we follow. We don' t usc our own senses. 
Every baby is bom with the ability to use its own senses. that's true rationality. Right away. as soon 
as he can understand and think, he·s getting lied 10 in every direction b) people who often don't 
know themselves they're telling a Lie. This is a war of the totality. the masses. the order. against the 
individuaL 1t always has been. Always has been, we follow people all the time. 

Jackie: In other words, what you're saying is that c;tch indiv idual has the truth within them. 

Alan: Of course, abso lutely. It"s right in you and we take everything at face '"<~luc and we question 
very little. We never think of looking into anything lor ourselves. We go to someone who's got a 
PhD and we ask them what it means. 

Jackie: l don'tthink everybody is like that. 

Alon: Most pe-ople are. They go through a school ing system which is a tunnel and the ones at the 
top are the only ones at the end of it. You can' t see on ei ther side of the ltmnc l. 

Jackie: One of the things thot amaz.es me arc people who say the Bible is the word of God and God 
will not let his word be tampered with and yet we have thirty or maybe forty or lifty versions of the 
Bible. Then there are people who say ·'Oh. it's the King James· version. That could never have been 
tampered with because it was didnely inspired:· 

Al~m: Christ comes from Crista, C-R-1-S-T-A. and it me::ms the crest of a bird. just the same as a 
plume, as the comh on the head o f a bird. I!'s the crest. That's what crista means. Look it up. The 
old word was Cresco and crinis. Cristatus. The ancient Latin used to be Draco. Draco from the 
drake the cock of the male bird, the crest of the male bird. The cock. It 's the plume or crest of a 
helmet of a knight. Crista. The guys who arc rambling at the top, in charge of all these huge 
physical temples know all this stuff. they're well aware of it. From the arch of your foot to £he 
crown of your head. I'm not following anybody. 

Jackie: lots of food for thought for all of us. Th:mk you for joining us. 

Alan: Good night. 
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Jackie: You know we were talking about what was going on and what has been going on since time 
immemorial. 

Alan: That's a good place to start actual ly. A good place to start is s ilence. if you think about it, 
because the only Limc you can think clearly is when you have peace and quiet and yet since you' re 
born you have so much uoisc aud distraction. You buy your distractions like you buy every other 
drug that's given to you, including all of' the noise. People can't do without noise anymore, and it's 
funny because in psychiatry you get people coming in who are schizophrenic and some of them 
hear voices. They tcm1 these intJusive voices. voices thai come from the oUlsidc or appear to come 
from the outside of your own thoughts and so they have intrusive thoughts and they can't switch 
them off. Some are quite happy with [the thoughts..] and some of them will smile and laugh as if 
they're hcing told jokes. Others are paranoid types where they"re being cursed all the time. "You're 
no good·· ct cetera. Bm these arc intrush c thoughts and that's classed as a mental illness and yet 
whenever you tum a radio on. some music thar s blasting out, or you go for a haircut or you walk in 
a shopping mall or wherever you go, you have this intrusive music and words being blasted out at 
you. It's very, very, wry s imi lar. and the whole process really stop~ you fi·om having your own 
c lenr thinking. 

Again, Pavlov and all of that g:lng explored this whole area completely as a fom1 of 
controll ing people and like every drllg !hot's given to us we end up paying for it. You always pay 
lor your drugs. So si lence is very important. Some people, especially ifyou·rc brought up in a city, 
can't do without [noise.] They feel odd if there's no noise around them. I remember a true story 
about an Eskimo that was brought down to a hospital in Canada and he almost went crury with the 
noise even at night from cars because he was so used 10 complete silence. We've lost it basically is 
the meaning of that. 

Jackie: For the Eskimos. it would be complete silence. except for the creaking of icc. 

Alan: You see it in the dcscn too. in more ways than you would think in fact. 

Jockic: We were talking about solutions and you said the answer is wi thin us and we arc not going 
to be able to hear i r we can' 1 get silent. don' 1 you agree? 

Alan: It's almost impossib le until you literally can take silence and be wi th yourself. Even during 
work time, regardless of where you work. whether in factories or offices. you h:IVC nothing but 
noise :~ll day long. Then they come home, turn on the TV, or radio or whatever and when they' re 
driving home thcy·ve got the radio blaring away. In other words, you aren't thinking for yourself; 
you're listening 10 inpm from other sources. Intrusive, if you like. 

Jackie: we·,·e been down through history and I know we haven't co,·ered it all and the words, the 
language, the selective breeding, the controllers, and let's say for the sake of the fact that people 
have been listening and we won·t repeat all il1at, will you share with our listeners whatever it is you 
would like to share with them? 
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Alan: I think the first U1ing to do, in order to th ink, is to start to wean your~elf o fT noise. Learn tO 
tum off that TV and S\\~tch off the visua l as well. Learn to be with yourself until you carl literally 
begin to think for yourse lf The whole day is someone else either singing words to you or speaking 
words to you, either through a glass screen or directly, and yet we seldom use most of our brain, in 
fact we do11 't use it all at all. most people. The s ilent area is something which is purposely kept 
si lent. Tbe confines of our language has been carefully constructed to be a cage, the psychologists 
and anthropologists agree that by min imal language or minimizing language, you literally arc caged 
in into a society which is then ruled in an order form or an orderly form but we have to find out who 
it is that's been creating this order, that's never been any different since our history began. 

What we have to do also, is stop looking at the obvious, whicl1 is generally presented to us 
and blaming other people for causing problems .in our own lives and I mean the people that are next 
to you or across the street or in the next area of a city, if they're a different color or whatever; that's 
all been done on purpose to keep everybody fighting everybody. One of the stnmgest things, when 
you .look back in Egypt was although Egypt was always focused to be in the north of Egypt, there 
were two Egypts, a north and a south. The sout.h kept quiet a11d it's hardly ever known that it existed 
and the rich and lavish, (the show, if you like) ~he upper pyramid, was stationed in the north, yet 
when they got invaded on two or three occasions it was always th is quiet south (lhc "Spartans of the 
Egyptians") that came up without any problem and overthrew U1e invaders. put the pba1·aohs back 
on the Uuone and then j ust left qnietly. We find the same thing and the same technique all down 
through hist<Jry. The obvious places where we look to point a tlngcr are very Mid-Eastern in 
concept. The Mid-Eastern mentality doesn ' t have U1e same value system as we do and most of the 
whole stnrcturc of a world society began in the M iddle East, in the Orieotal mind, the cradle of 
civil ization and religion. The hero in nil of the oriental stories (One Thousand and One Nights. and 
so on,) there· s always the person who by any means possible controls everyone and went through 
each test or battle that he comes through by any means possible, including all types of deceit, 
including always putting the blame ot1 onto son1eonc else. So Ali Baba and his forty thieves had no 
what we would think of as a good va lue system. Their virtues were literally the cunning ar1d skill of 
their own minds and by treachery. by every means possible. They would always survive, and we 
fmd that international nobility, all down through the ages, have the traits of the Mid-Eastern mind, 
just like U1e present ru lers of the Mideast and Saudi Arabia and Oman and so on. They are a noble 
lineage; they're o r a noble lineage. They also claim to belong to the sons of Noah and they also 
often also have ham iJl their name Mohammed and so on. You find the Mid-Eastern Tuare12s were

called travelers and that's where the Masons today get the term the fellow travelers. "!'hey were a 
nomadic people and the nobili ty of Europe even today, are really classified as nomadic because they 
have their summer, spring, fall, win.ter res idences all over different parts of the country a nd the 
world . So they have the same traits in common and as is usual, when they tight wars in the Middle 
East they will sacrifice the masses of the common r eople. 

There's no crueler place on earth in history than the Middle East because the rulers didn't 
belong to U1c same race of people. They were a I in cal decent. They still arc; the same with all the 
nobil ity of E\trope and America and Canada. The whole knights idea existed from the earliest times, 
long before the Christian era, and they were lancers and they were knights. They were U1e 
wandering knights, U1ey would drive cattle. They would winter in high fortifications and high 
places, just like castles all over Europe, just like the Khazars were found to do in the 8th century 
A.D. You'll lind they' re all interrelated, iliey have the same mentality. l11e people they always rule 
over are not of the same fami ly a lthough the people think they are and they honor them. They have 
everyone fighting, everyooe else and often the losers in the battles and the wars are in effect the 
winners. When they are throwing tbeir cruise missiles over Iraq right now they know dam well iliat 
they're not going to get their man. They don't intend to get their man, he's way underground. The 
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Arnb sheiks all o\·er the Middle East had a lithe gold before !here was oiL long before there was oiL 
and almost all of the science we have today comes from the Middle Eas1. 

E'.:n in the Middle Ages when the priesthoods and nobility. (which was all the same thing 
in the Middle Ages) ran the universities of Europe. ll1ey were gh·cn Plato and Aristotle and 
different philosophers and they didn't get it from Greece or anywhere. We're told in history that it 
was all given to them by the Arabs. The Arabs were the possessors of knowledge. Franklin talks 
about inoculation. Inoculation was being done by Mohammedru1s and the people previous to 
Mohummcd. ·n1ey would scratch a person who hnd overcome the i llness in the last stages. They 
would scratch the boils lo r instance on the skin because it conta.ios the antibody that that person has 
made: thei r body has made an antibody to the bacterium. Then they would then scratch the infants 
and themselves wi th the same needles. They've been doing that for thousands of years. Your 
wriLing system comes from Arabic. Your numerical system comes from Arabic. Your planetary 
system of astronomy comes from the Arabic. Everything comes from the Arabic. So we have to 
take a look :11 these impOverished countries "here you see the big tell-tale signs of an international 
nobility because wherever they go women arc treated as sla,·es, property or whores. It's very cheap. 
They also ha,·e the smallest amount of people holding all of the wealth. fantastic wealth and yet 
round about them in their ciLies they have the masses with the most massive amount of poverty 
existing at tile same time. 

So for tl1c Outside person to look in to the Arabian countries and see all the sand and the 
poverty and people with real old faces, we get the wrong idea, we don' t realize the power that 
emanates from the Middle East. 1\ power that has no limit to where they would go as far as 
saeri(icing the people they ru le over in order to save themselves and tha t's one thing that the French 
kiJig rcal i~.ed in the Middle Ages when they were throwing out men and arms into the Middle East. 
into Jerusalem, to light the Saracens. They found that the Knights Templar. this nobility crew. 
international nobility and not <lll of th..: knights were templar. very few. The Templar were in fact. 
lineal descendentS of all the people they thought they were fighting in the Midd le &st and all the 
money that was being sent ..from people's taxes from all over Europe v..as simply disappearing, and 
yet these Knights Tcmplar. after all these wars and crusades had come to a halt. could live on their 
own est<ltcs in the Middle East, side by side with the people they were supposed I} lighting. So you 
come to the conclusion that the French king clued in to what ''as going on: there was one big scam 
going on here. There were revolutions in Britain in the Middle Ages over the amount of money and 
taxation that W<lS all going to t11esc crusades to regain the Holy Land. It was all disappc<lring. 
Richard the so-called Lionheart kept going ov.:r there and being captured, at first by his cousin. one 
of the small French kingdoms (at that ti me Frnncc consisted of a tew differen t kingdoms in real ity.) 
So his cousin ahvays caught him over there, and the British people were taxed on demand of the 
church and the monks and the priests in order to rn ise money to rescue him. to ransom him. Then 
when he went over to the Middle .East the same thing is happening. Tbe Saracens ore capturing him 
and then the priests are demanding more money from the peasantry of 13ritain lor his release and 
after about the third or fourth tin1e. the people just simply refused and they had rebellions all over 
England. So people clued in to a massive con going on with their own nobi ljty all over Europe who 
seemed to be in cahoots with these strange ancient travelers. these nomadic lancers, tl1cse knights. 
They were right on and the system hasn't changed today. Saladin had no problem in divening a 
couple of t11ousand of his men to be slaughtered just <lS a diversionary tactic: it's tl1c Oriental mind. 
We cannot comprehend it. Because we cannot comprehend it we're basically at a big disadvMtage. 

The curious thing with thennal imaging and scanning the brain. you find that people who 
study writing and c uneiform or tl1e hieroglyphic writing. including the Chinese, usc both partS of 
their bra in at the same time. They've tried th is on a ll races, this lhermnl imaging and it was first 
advnnced in Sweden. \\'hat they do is they can gi vc you mathematics for instance and then they can 
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actual ly locali::-.e the part of the brain that comes into use; it glows on the screen. and the same thing 
with writing. So they can tel l which part of the brain comes imo force according to what's put in 
front of you or whatever problem solving is there. They find with the hieroglyphic type of writing, 
or the Chinese character figures, both sides of the brain come into play, and yet the language, you 
see again the cage of our languages, (the European languages, which have been carefully 
manufactured and fi ltered many times.) We only think with one part of the brain when il comes to 
writing and what you find is that we take things at face value. In other words, we go for any 
deception beca\tsc we think in concrete tcm1s where that other part o f the bra in. which can inchtde 
emotion, doesn' t come into play and yet that part, which we also call imui tion, is a safety valve. lt' s 
a trigger lock. Jrs a warning part of the brain that what you sec might not be wha!"s real . Even the 
Eskimos have it curiously enough, the same way of th inking when presented with different 
problems 1l1at both parts of the brain come into play. The hard physical evidence that your eyes 
perceive and your ears hear and so on but also the other part comes into play where they know that 
you can' t just tread over snow because it could be hollow underneath it. So there' s an intui tion also 
involved here. We are taugh t ever siucc we're conscious, to disregard our intu.ition and t(J tTuSt. 
'W11cn you trust, you are at anybody else 's whim or whimsy. They have advantage over you 
because o [trust. 

Jackie: Listen to intuition, and the more you listen to it the more apparent it is, the more it works. 

Alan: The more it wi ll work, too. The more -il will work. When people learn to usc or even read i.n 
other languages, especially in the hieroglyphic type of writing, those other parts of the brain, which 
we dlm ' t use, staJ"t to light up. ln other words they come into play. 

Jackie: They know this how? 

Alan: lt is thermal imaging. and they knew this a htUJdred odd years ago and long before that. 

Jackie: Are you suggesting or saying tha t at one time we would have been using both of these parts 
of our braiJ1 at the same time. and that they have intentionally created a type of language and all of 
the noise for distraction so that it shuts down, and learning to get silent, to get quiet, can that begin 
to activate that part of the brain again? 

Alan: It can. It can if you leam to trust yourself instead o r trusting other people. 'TIJe common thing 
you're asked is, "What do you believe in?" Now. ''What do you know 0 1· what do you believe?'" 
they're two different th ings. A be lief is grven to you by somebody else. 

Jackie: When doing the series on the phony Christian conservative leadership, I just knew that there 
was something wrong but I didn' t really know what, so since there' s no way to figure out why there 
is something wrong you think you must be making this up. Leam to listen and go "~th that inruition. 

Alan: Yes. You see as far back as we can go, in the Middle Eastern manner or logic of living, their 
stories and t.heir mythology and the type of things t.hat the Bedouin will talk about around a fire, are 
stories where cunning and skill are used to these extremes where 1l1e hero is the one that wrns 
regardless how much a rogue or a tyrant or a sadist we would 1l1ink him to be. It's a completely. 
complelely different way of .looking at Life. It is pure survivalism at any cost. That's the hero. The 
stories have rwists and rurns where fingers are pointed, people are hunted, the hunters are diverted 
into lhinking it's someone else and lhe stories go round this maze of twists and turns. Then there's

the fox, the cunning fox, tl1e desert fox is lhe one who gets away, who's the hero. This is the typical 
type o f story or mentality which Freemasonry litera lly was born into.

Jackie: I hove a quote in a book, an educator, one of these cducrats. who said that any ch ild who 
cannot learn to lie has a mental d isorder. 

Alan: Yeah. It's completely alien to our type of logic and because we're so naive and we worship 
people. we worship our own nobilities and you better believe you've got them in the U.S. as well, 
just as we ha\'e up here in Canada. it's the same thing. 

Jackie: You mean our politic ians'? 

Alan: They're not just the politicians. These are the lower spectrum. Tl1e trick in tl1c Middle East 
was always to be hidden. You were hidden behind the c loak. the mask. the one who hides: the eye is 
aU you sec. ll'e sec the obvious. What we see are the puppets. We sec the egotists wbo arc picked 
out carefully who join an order but really are not of the lineage even though d1cy call each other 
brother or sister. They are the too ls and they arc well rewarded for it. 

Jackie : The u~cful id iots? 

Alan: Yes. Some of them are not so much idiots. They can ha,·c intellect, but generally all in all. 
they arc psychopathic personalities, which are chosen. The Rhodes scholarships for instance, the 
prime pull ing Olll of the people for the Rhodes scholarships, the prime ability is not intellect as 
much as a desire of socialism in its true form. ln other words, in its tota litarian elitist form, you have 
to have lean ings towards that in order to be picked and to be. pulled out. and you mu~l have a huge 
ego, psychop~lthic. in other words. Though the psychopathic personality as we would define it is 
someone who is born, literally without a conscience or feeling for others. They are cgosymonic 
meaning they only do what feels pleasurable to them but at the same time because their ego is all 
they have and all they live for. that is their whole being to them . 

.Jackie: That's how they' re tL~ed. 

Alan: Yes and they also need the app lause of people. They need the applause. Even when they· rc 
caught red-handed in corruption they still want the people to applaud them and to like them. That's 
your psychopathic personality. A psychopath can beha,•e the same way as anybody else that you 
know, and generally they're the most likeable people because they've learned since childhood how 
people interact wi th each otl1cr. They don' t feel it but they see the responses that pleasant people get 
and they copy them exactly. They' re the best actors in the planet. In fact in psychiatry. actors and 
actresses arc c13ssed aJongsidc the hysterical , attention-seeking psychopaths. 

Jackie: You made a statement when we were talking about the monetary system and you said it 
cannot be fixed within the system, not their system because anything we do they would be giving 
us, and you rn3dc tl1c statement that the answers are within ourselves. 
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Alan: The answers are within yourself because s ince all you have is an illusion. a crisis-causing or 
crisis-driven herd mentally, where the hand that spanks you. its opposite hand comes out with the 
answer to pull you out. ·n1is is alwa)'S the technique. and you have to come into full awareness and 
stop being fooled by the techniques that applied to you on a daily basis. You've got 10 look behind 
the suits and the ties, the fast-talking salesman who is eitl1er going to sell you gold or death: one or 
the other. You've got to stop foll owing people because the panic is behind you and the hand is in 
front o f you and you grab the hand; it's pan or the same body. That's how you contro l the herd. 
You drive J herd. You create the fears. Yuu create the problems. You create the direction you want 
them to go nnd they end up in the pen. Wherever they go they·rc being driven, in one way or 
another. I listen to shortwave and I listen to nothing. but fear. panic, and terror; it's worse !hon the 
regular media because shortwave listeners gcncrn lly have been listening to the panic and fear so 
long, which is the big sell ing technique that they've become addicted to it. They're t:asicr to keep 
going wi th a heightened sense of panic than rcgulnr people. This is basic psychology and you can 
stock up on whatever you want but what"s the good if you don·t even know ifyou·ll be able to sit 
on your own property if a really big crisis does come along. 

Since everything is from the food industry. there arc only six corporations or brotllerhoods 
that own all of tl1e world·s food supply today, under many different names below them, like a 
pyramid. They own alltbe gold. You don ' t C\ Cn know how much gold ·is in ci rculation. Somebody 
just mentions it from London everyday, one of the Rothchilds, and according to his spoken word 
your currency eitl1er goes up or down or gold is valued at X, Y, 7..Cd because a man gives his spoken 
word. You 're conditioned into it, and you cannot cat gold. These people had gold in the beginning. 
They've always been the maste rs of the c irculation o f currency. They arc the crea tor~ of currency, 
so when you look at the rea lity of the whole or history. they came in to people 's lands. they 
conqucrctl them. they lorcecl their way in by using coinage and they called that the wedge. The first 
coin wns a wedge shape. 

Jackie: rm referring to all of the manipulations be ing done, it looks very overwhelming. 

Alan: Of course. It"s meant to. but it"s basically an illusion. People have no confidence in 
themselves. and when you have no confidence in yourself you·rc a stampeding animal. That's the 
technique. You·re kept from having any confidence in yourself since tl1c day you were born. You·rc 
taught to look up to people. You' re taught to believe everything you·re told. You know the Wall 
Disney canoons, they have the different onimals, the old cartoons, I don't know if they still do. 
They had a character which lb.ey called Pluto. lie was the dog, long ears. Even at thnt you see, the 
face vu luc or the name is thrown at you anti you sec a dog which out of al l the animals there, he's 
the nicest of them al l. lie's gullible. lie's nice to everybody. lie falls for the ~amc tricks over and 
over and over again. A thoroughly likeable character. The reason d1cy called him Pluto is because 
he is the furthest planet from the sun. He· s the furlhest from the light. 

Jackie: The dumbest. the most ignoront. 

Alan: Yes. These things arc thrown out at us at an early age and we' re being mocked because 
people generally don't know what words mean. They're gi,·en one meaning, they don't question it. 
we·re trusting, trusting fools. When I was about six there was a program on TV from the U.S. 
called Have Gun Will Travel. Paladin. How did the song go? It was Paladin, f'aladin. The paladin 
was the Palladian Knights of Rome and also of Palestine eventually. We discussed this last night. It 
says Paladin, Paladin where will you roam? A knight wid1out armor in a savage land; a soldier of 
foJtttnc. A Knights Templar, you see; a paladin. There we arc, and it's put out in cowboy form , the 
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kids sing the S(lngs and haven't got a clue what any of it means. It"s just a catchy song and you're 
getting told the slOt)' of the knigh t who goes out into a ~;1 vagc land without ;mnor. Paladin, where 
will you roam? The spoken word, you sec. Why do you think they call the wriHen words spell ing, 
spel l. under the spell and in law they call it the spoken word which count~? So from on early 
childhood we ha\·c all this stuff thrown at us and we don't know what we're even seeing. We're 
taking it as entertainment and we cr~oy ourselves. but the knights looked upon the population of the 
common p.:ople in ancient times. The warfare was on the common people. Paladin v.ilcre will you 
roam? A knight wi thout armor in a savage land. That's what all of these corporations and politicians 
belong to. It 's iln international brothcrho()d and that's why they can create multimil lionai res and 
that's why they can create an Annand llmruner <llld anybody else they wish to create. 7hey can 
make anybody unytl!ing they wish to and tlu:y always fw,·e. The Phoenicians, when they called 
themselves the Phoenicians. had the whole world's trade route: they had tin mines in England, in 
Cornwall. TI1ey had monopolies on all trade. monopoly is their bottom line; all trade. Nothing has 
changed and they create wars amongst tl1e commoners. You get slaughtered offjust like Saladin did 
in tJJe Middle Ages. You have wars between each other; you·rc pointing. fingers. They never arc 
killed, they always survive, they arc cunning and they arc intemationol. They go from country to 
country and from area to area just as the o ld Bedouins did. 

Jackie: We need to be cunning. 

Alan: We've got to wizen up to the whole scam. 

Jackie: Yes. I thought of the phrase from scriplllrcs. gentle as doves and sly as the fox. 

Alan: That was another title for Semiramis of Babylon. The double peace. That was the first symbol 
we were given for the dove. It means divine. The Sumcrians only had two flags, one which was the 
flag of war and the other which was the flag of peace. The United Nations by peace will destroy 
many. I! has never changed, the f!,wne lws never thlmJ!.ed. 

Jackie: When I was ta lking to the National Security Counci l about the presidential decision 
directive. specifically the one that Cl inton signed PDD-25 giving himself the power to send our 
troops to war without congressional authority. I said he doesn't have the right to do that unless 
Congress declares war. and the man said under international law. peacekeeping is not defined as 
war. So you go to war and you cnll it peacekeeping. 

A l ~m: lrs lawyer's talk. It's alwDys dclinition of language. Again, we give our authority t() these 
people and we always have, you sec this has been going on forever. Then after wars and everything 
else. the people who are the survi\•ors of the slaughter turn out in groves to worship them as they 
drive by. I mean it's never changed. It never will change until people on an individual basis wizen 
up and use their \vbole brain and tum around to laugh at them. Laugh at them, because it's only a 
Iitty minority at the very top and Lhe descendents that have run this planet for thousands of years. 
It's a big Wizard of Oz. That 's all it is, and it's all done by deception and mirrors, and having 
people point their fingers :ttl over the place. 

Jackie: Yes. Whenever they say that an expert or a group of experts decided something, and the 
experts aren't even experts. 
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Alan: No, of course not. Yes, they give us experts "hen they have something they want us to 
believe. Flcrtrand Russell said that a woman wouldn't be able to change a diaper eventually, until 
she has the advice o f' an expert. lie saitl that in the 1920s. So as I say, it's a huge mirror show, it's a 
mirag<· and we worship those. because we 'rc being taught to follow rather than take our own 
instincts from our own senses we're born with and judge everything and find out and question 
every thing fo r ourselves. 

Jackie: This whole world is like an illusion. their whole game is an illusion and I've never realized 
how much truth there was in that. until these conversations: it is truly an illusion. 

Alan: Oh absolutely. the smal l amount of people who rlm this planet, and I don't meant he egotists 
they just pick out to be fronts. which is what the world consists of. fronts. The small amount of 
them claim that they all belong to the same family and the royal families of Britain and Europe all 
cloirn the some relationship as Mohammed did to his lineage, survivors of the last time that they 
wiped out the planet. The only thing thai Noah supposedly needed or he was given favor for, to be 
sa' ed. Saved is a very big word in a real sense. The only thing or virtue be had going for him 
wasn't that he was any better in his morals than anyone else, it was that he and his family bad kept 
their genetic li nes pure. · 

Jackie: These people claim to be from that same genetic line. 

t\ lon: Yes, in the Midd le East, f(>r instance, they have emirs and they have amirs and amaras and so 
on and these go way beyond the time when they called themselves Saracens. Even Mohammed (the 
descend.:nts today arc the Ilam line) they claim (they are descended) through Fatima who was a 
tlaughtcr of Mohammed. That's why they bring out a revelation o f Fatima much, much later. But 
that was the daughter: thai's the lineal descent. They arc the prophets or the prophesie rs because 
they plan it in advance, not because they're so bright. They have a power of memory which is 
beyond most people. that's the basic thing, because they use the whole brain but they have i>c(:n 
through thi s hefore. 

Jackie: It can be stopped; the answers <lo lie within us and it will be up to each and every 
individual. I'm not through with Paul yet; he said something about fthe spirit who calls out "Abba, 
Father." I Do you know what Abba means? 

Alan: Well. basically it's a Masonic term for the offspring of a father' s brother. It's a Masonic tenn. 
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Jackie: Revelmions was wriUen about five hundred years before Jes us actua lly was here. Would you 
concur with thm? 

Alan: Revelations as the idea of a catastrophe is old as Egypt. It· s thousands of years old. this 
coming catastrophe. Mind you it was always held over the people by the priesthoods who said that 
they could put it off. if you j ust donated more and were more servile to them. But gradua lly through 
each time or phase of the world. s plan. if you like, it would get updat.:d to sui t the time~ and then 
into the Christian era it was updated once again to fit iL~ time. They still retained a final apocalypse 
where the saved ones would survive and the rest would peri sh. 

Jackie: The saved ones arc those who ,,;11 be pulled out? 

Alan: Yc:s. It's the oldest story ever. This e ntire s tory is in all the old religions, in fact, when there 
would be a corn ing age where man is destroyed except for tt chosen lew and they would survive the 
catastrophe. 

Jackie: TI1e story is that they were chosen by God; in fact. in the past times, those who were saved 
were saved by those who believed that they <Jrc gods here on earth . 

Alan: Oh yes. absolutely. Yes. when Shirley MacLainc runs around screaming or screeching tl1at 
she is god to ihc sky. This is what the whole theme is, because ultimate ly, if you ure totally 
rational...this is how it goes, even in the Kabbalah. The Knbbalal1 is meant to bring people through 
mysticism to complete rationality. complete consciousness, but since you have reached that 
attainment and you say there's nothing else there, then obviously you' re God. You are. and each 
one is a god. Each I'I'IJ' special person is a god. 

Jackie: That 's what they're teaching :llld what the new world religion wiU be all about. 

Alan: Evcntuul ly. Right now they' re going into the second to last phase of nature worship, and 
Gorbachev's last book said that. lie said in his book that he is an atheist. Now here's an eliti~t 
[sayingJ " I am an atheist, but we must create the new religion which \\ill be based on nature 
worship." So he's an atheist telling you the atheists arc crcatiog a religion for everybody else. 

Jackie: What is the name of that book? 

Alan: lt' s called Toward~ a Nell' Civilizarion TI1at's what he s~ys in it. Now that' s not tmusual 
because when they changed the last [system o f thougln about rel ig ion) in the 1700's was the 
philosophers Rousseau. and all the rest of them. A lot of these philosophers in France and in 
America were complete atheists. They still believed that the people themselves would have to anain 
~n altered rel igion in order to keep law and order, so they have a completely different [belief system 
fo r themselves.] that's why they break the laws with impunity and arc Jell alone, while you get 
punished, if you break the laws. They arc a separate people from the masses, and the whole system 
recognizes that at the top. Voltaire was another one, he said his main function was to destroy the 
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Catholic Church , but retain some of tbc clements of Christianity but to update it for our next phase. 
That's typical Mawnic talk because they arc build ing abstractly society and changing it as it goe-~ 
and by knocking down the previous building. That"s really what freemasooJy means. So they 
create for the time when they knock it down. when it's served its purpose. and then start using the 
rubble of the last one to construct a new one or an a hered one. 

Jackie: I quoted Nelson Mantle Ia $aying you arc a child of god, but he wasn' t talking about God. 
He was ta lking about them. 

Alan: That's right. 

Jackie: This is why it's so confusing to people, especially people who haven't been looking into the 
possibil ity that we've been hoodwinked. To usc that intentionally because with what we call New 
Age, they' ve taken many of the t ruths or the truth and they've tied it in, and mixed it in with the ir 
big lie. 

Alan: Of course they have. 

Jackie.: So how is anybody going to see the truth because they won't look at it because it' s hiding in 
plain sight? 

Alan: l fyou walll to read abom the phi losophers you can read The A,!?e of Voltaire and The A,!?e of 
Reason and that 's also by Will Dumnt. 

Jackie: That' s what we're talking about 6ght now'~ 

Alan: They mention it, and then Ben Franklin's over there in France at the time too and it talks 
about initiations into the crux and all the rest of iL It's not conspiracy at all, it's a university book. 
They ta lk about how the phi losop hers met in the societies and it basically planned the whole of 
France and the world revolution. But that was the ma.in thing was that although Voltaire and the 
others were complete atheists, Franklin was a deist, meaning a supreme being. 

Jackie: Now when 1 was read ing that book on tbc Gnostics. they mentioned the deists and tbey d id 
specifically mention Ben Franklin. How would you define that? I highlighted it because it really is 
the same thing. It is humanism, isn't it? 

Alan: It goes right back to the ancien t Syrian Babylonian theories that there was a s upreme being 
who b:1d created the universe. and that underneath him there was a grand architect who used the 
material because God left it incomplete and it was up to the Masons, iJl other words, H) use the 
materia l. They couldn't create the material only the supreme one could create it but they could use 
the material and modify it and improve it and that's what they call The Great Work, the material 
bei11g earth, everything in it, including man and society. 

Jackie: I thought the word deist is somebody who believes in God. 

Alan: Actually. in one offra11kl in' s letters to a woman w ho asked him what exactly do you believe 
in, he said .. 1 beLieve in a supreme being and lots of mi110r gods underneath him." 
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Jackie : Oh he did. J Je even admitted that. 

Alan: Yes. now tl1at" s also another way of saying you believe in the phi losophcrs. They used to use 
planets as symbologies of gods or an idea of a type of being. 

Jackie: So Uotl didn't qu ite get the j ob done. ls that what they're saying'? 

Alan: Oh yes. That"s what they 're saying. 

Jackie: I read this where they refer to the Great Architect, in my mind I said well they're just 
referring to God and that's what they called God and that is not what tltcy were referring to at all. 
Thi s is some sub-being under God. 

Nan: An architect can only use the material. Basically they split into two factions. apparenlly in 
OppOsition. but that's part of plan; for the French Freemasons it ended up being completely 
atheistic. and the story was that British-American Freemasonry were puntheistic, you know they 
bel ieved in forces and so on. &ch god is represented ns a lilrcc, and vice versa. It's fi·om Plato: he 
talks about that r:ype of thing. Plato (or we s hould say his writing team of priesthoods) mentions the 
forum, his idea of forum which would actuallr be real things, not abstrnct. He meant the instit\ltion 
of learned men who would guide the \\Orld on how to think, how to behave, and what their goal 
ultimately \\Ould be, and that was ultimately adopted into the Kabbalah as well. 

Jackie: In Revelations 6:6. the number 666. First of nil , before you explain. the pope wns going to 
be in St. Louis and a listener mentioned that they were going to be ringing all these bells and she 
broke it down numerologically to 888 and do you know anything about that? 

Alan: 888. again it's clil'ft:rem in l; ngli sh. there's a different numbering system. There arc different 
letters in each alphabet. you sec. In fact. going back to l3acon in England who modified the English 
language, he dropped the letters down to twcnty-si.x. there were more prior to that. So he modified 
the language to tit in with this system which had always been used in every language and so you 
have a different numbering system. 

Jackie: Are you saying that our alphabet, which contains twenty-six letters, \vas changed by Francis 
Bacon? 

Alan: Y cs. he. s credited for doing that. 

Jackie: 1 low many letters did we have in our alphabet? 

AJan: Well, we know that there were at least another ten . AI least, and that was at that time. Now 
remember they had it changed prior to that, too. Bacon was arow1d, just before Queen Elizabeth I. 
Just before the 1500's. and during, as well. But an)'way he w·.ss credited with that which would 
mean there was a master book of the language cxiMing at the time. For instance, they d idn't use an 
E: in the old English language of that period. They used a Y for at) 13. England was spelled with 
Yngelde and that's where the word Yankee eventually came from. You can' t find that in the history 
books. in school you get childish stories. Yes. and there were sounds too which have been omitted. 
Scotland in a way is lucky. because Scotland has three languages there. They have the Gaelic. They 
can speak very proper English if you want to do it. They also have the O.ld Engl ish which was 
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taught to the Scots by the Saxons who came up when the Norman invasion happened in the I lth 
cenmry. They've tried to eradicate it on many occasions. They 're sti ll trying to do it. but when you 
go into the Old English language you have sounds like a C and II pronounced together meaning 
[Alru1 sounds out the ch] like nacht and nicht and so on. That's a ll been taken righ t out and stripped 
right down unti l the word ham ends up being earn in Scotland and the north of Ireland, but it's the 
same lword. l That happened wi th many, many, many different words. So there was a vast 
vocabulary there at one time and the vast vocabuli1ry o r couJse mca11t you had a greater power of 
conveying .ideas, each word being a symbol, you sec. By filtering them down and down and dovm 
then you're left with fewer. fewer words and it becomes harder to do any kind o r research with 
fewer aJJd fewer words. 

Jackie: This is something that we have to get clear, we think in our language and when our language 
has been reduced, it limits our ability to think and express. For example, people who are th inking 
have no way to expn<ss what they're thinking. 

Alan: That's rigbt. 

Jackie: You mentioned something about every now and then they do til is. Like they kind of pow· it 
thJOugh a sieve and then some of the words are left out. 

Alan: The longer ones, you know. They, irs like taking pebbles out of soil through a sieve and each 
time changing the mesh that it goes through to smaller and smaller mesh until you end up \vith . .. 

Jackie: Three and four leuer words. "You know" and "double-good." 

Alan: Yes. Double-think. 

Jackie: Double-plus. When we ' rc talking about double-think, the way you explained it, it is being 
able to hold two opposing thoughts at one Li me. 

Alan: Two opposing opinions on the sau1e subject in your bead, thoughts, images, impressions on 
the same subject. 

Jackie: That's happening today. 

Alan: Oh yes because you have. tbe government version of everything, lcomingJ through your TV 
generally, and then you have what your own senses tell you. You sec massive lay-offs all over the 
country and then you see the official declaration IJ·om the spokesman fwm the so-called bank of 
CaJJada saying that employment is up and there' s more money than ever to go around. It's all 
contradictory. 
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Jackie: Clinton says he's growing jobs. Growing jobs. I want to use this as an example. In Orwell's I 
198-1, chocolate cost s ixteen dollars a pound aJJd they raised the price of chocolate to twenty dollars 
a pound and then they got on tbe telescreen aJJd there are IOlJdspeakers aH over the streets aJJd in 
everybody's homes and in the woods and said, ·'People, we ares<> glad LO announce that the price of 
chocolate has gone down to twenty dollars a pound." Now the people k11ew that they bad been 
paying sixteen doUars a pound but the govenunent told them it had gone down and the way he 
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worded thjs. you could almost sec them making these calculations in their mind and then they said. 
" llooray, now we c:.m afford chocolate!'' when they ahsol11tely knew tltat chocolate had gone up. 

Alan: It's cal led political correctness. nnd everybody in the same job. especially ll1c higher the job, 
has to giYe the same line. Those ~ ho are bener paid than everybody else ncar the top must give the 
same line even though they know it's a big lie. 

Jackie: Our economy bas never been bet1cr and here in America we actually have a reserve in our 
budget. 

Alan: Yes. we have the same thing here. !Laughs. I That's why they're closing all the hospitals and 
schools. 

Jackie: Over here now, they were talking about ll1c children's hea lth insurance program and that so 
many children who are e ligible for it aren't on it. and it's called the Clll P. It's called the Chip! I 
wonder if any e lected official reads this thing, if they sec it. 

Alan: It's all part of the game: you cannot get in unless you arc part of the team. You're a team 
player. You can't be a team player if you·re not in one of the brotherhoods. It doesn't work that 
way. Give lltem their apprenticeships. Titey',·c joined the fratemities long ago, generally. They've 
been sitting on boards for anything ot all, it doesn' t matter what kind of board; they've done their 
apprenticeships. They know the game and the game is to go along with what comes down from 
above. 

Jackie: I met with our state rep after we moved up here on seven diiTcrent occasions for an hour at a 
time. This man told us later be's so novice to tllis because be was a legislative aide for twelve years. 
lie looks like he just got out of college. But he has children and he ~its and looks at you \\ith these 
big wide eyes and this kind of a half smile on his face and the man isn'1 there; he isn 'tthere! 
I showed him documenL<; abou1 workforce development and what they '1·c goi·ng to do 011d I sa id 
"I don' t care if you' re home-schooling them. if you 'rc private or Christian schooling them, you're 
children arc going to get caught up in this. You have got to work and lobby to stop it!" and he just 
sat there looking at me with lltcsc great big old wide eyes. It' s frightening. The tiling is this man 
calls himself a Christian. He has children! Now it goes beyond my ability to bclic\'C lltat he frilly 
knows what he's doing. 

Alan: He'll go along with anyll1ing they say; you've got to understand tha t the feds arc in control, 
no matter wh:n you think, in any country. We have prime ministers here who wi ll tel l everybody in 
parliament that they beuer pass this bill or that bill or else they' re out the door. It' s so natural, their 
so-called party all go along with it and they are all trained seals, they just stand like seals at the 
circus and clap. 

Jackie: I k.now we're getting off topic but this millionaire (pornographer Larry Flynt! has put !)Ut an 
offer of a mi llion dollars for anybody who can prove any one of their U.S. e lected oflicia ls. ei ther a 
congressmen or a senator has had an affair. At ftrst when 1 beard it I thought isn't d1is is going to be 
interesting. I'm told he's with the CIA. he's working with them; he's part of their controlled 
observation. 
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Alan: They're brothers. They' re all in brotherhoods. II 's all one big brotherhood. Technically they 
own nothing; thei r money is al l in trusts. They live the life of kings and q ueens as long as they play 
the game. 

Jackie: Yes. Sell their soul to save themselves. 

Alan: Yes, and you cannot get up there unless they allow you in. They had their monopolies in the 
Middle East tbousands of years ago. The Phoenicians sunk anybody who tried to be a fiee 
enterpriser. When they called themselves Carthaginians. (the same people actually) they opened up 
trade routes all over the Mediterranean way out to the Black Sea, they owned the whole 
Romonopolis. Complete monopol ies. That has never changed right through today; when a 
millionaire comes out from somewhere he's being let in or else he·s being created. but there's no 
way they would allow opposi tion unless the guy is actually one of thcrn. Mark Twain wrote about 
that, abom picking up the pins at the bank. 

Jackie: What do you think about Mark Twain; was he for real? 

Alan: He played the opposition; the s ide of the working man; Samuel Clemens was his real name. 
They always give you the opposition, just like they created Karl Marx and so on: this is how you 
drive mankind. They talk in the ancient religions of spinning the wheel. The problem is once you 
the wheel spinning you have to keep it going, and we are the wheel, mankind, being driven at break­
neck pace towards the completion of the great work. 
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Jackie: In these last two c ivil i;c.ations did they reach their pinnacle? Did they have that kind of I 
teclmology? 

Alan: They had to have had. Even the religious terminology we were given gives you clues to it, the I 
water of life, the (ish symbols. 

Jackie: \Vhat does that have to do with today 's technology? I 
Alan: Even with sperm, and put it in a very, very, very mild saline solution, and you're shoved into 
the fridge, you·re put in the darkness and you could be brought to life and created a thousand years I 
from now. 

Jackie: You mentioned philosophers explaining material, our matter, physical matter. I 
Alan: They had many different philosophical schools and they inheri ted these schools under the 
leadership ofOemocritus. It already existed then; it"s older than 500 B.C. Herodotus is another one. I 
But it was Dcrnocri tus that came up and by the way, they all studied Egypt and went back to 
Greece. That was a leaming center, and they took the priesthoods to Egypl for twenty years 

1 minimum. Democritus was in charge, at one time, of the school of the atomist theory. We're 
supposed to bel ieve that just through talking and being so intellectual and bright, that they came to 
the conclusion that nothing is really solid matter, but was in fact composed of billions and trillions 

1 of atoms, aU revolving around each other in consistent motion, so they knew about atoms back then. 
Therc·s no way they knew that by sitting and figuring it out, I don' t care how smart these guys 
were. So this has been around for a long time. They had electricity at one point at one of the temples 
in Rome. You can read about that in The Las/ of the Pagans by Peter Chuvin, C-H-U-V-1-N. He 
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tells you how one of the priesthoods in Rome had n huge lightning rod set up there and the priests 
would bring the pet)ple in and there was a stonn and hopefully tl1is thing would collect the 
electricity fi·om a ligh tning su·ike, just like yo~• would have on your barn, hu r much taller. It would 
come down that copper strip into the temple and light Lrp the image or Apollo. They had the word 
electro back then. that·s where we get the name from . They did it one time and the last priest was 
still holding the metal so a whole bunch of them got electrocuted to a crisp that night. ·n1at is in the 
[ Chuvin J book. 

Jackie: You had mentioned something about the atomic bomb back in the early 190o·s, f;ski mos or 
something? 

Alan: No. It was at the beginning of this century f20'•1 in Siberia. there was an explosion prior to 
the revolution in Russia, just prior to it. They sent a team up to investigate it because it "as widely 
reported and the people saw something streaking over with a trail of fire behind it, not like a 
fireball, just a li re. It was at night, it was coming in low and so it wasn't a coming fn>m ·'out there'· 
type of th ing: it exploded and llallcncd hundreds of miles in a circul:1r pallern, and it blew up above 
grouod, zero ground. really. 

Jackie: So it wasn.tlike a meteor or a meteorite hitting the Earth. 

Alan: No. From tl1c angle it came in if it had been a comet or ;nJything like that, it would have 
trai led oJJ leaving debri s which would have lmuled and left a trai l. it didn ' t do that. ' ll1 is was a 
circular blast; trees were flattened in a circular pallcrn for hundreds of miles. They sent a team up 
there to investigate it and irs been widely published, und they found some interesting things when 
they were up there. They found wooly mammoths tllat were frozen in the ice. and they 
photographed them. '[bey still had food in their mouths, which they analy7.ed. and it had been 
frozen for thousands of years bunhc fauna couldn ·t grow there anymore. It had been there at one 
time, it was a warn1 climate.• ~The mammoth that they found had an erection when it was frozen. 
Now that tell s you it was in a pretty good mood when it happened ~tnd it was an installl freezing, 
i11stanl. That was thousands of ye<~rs ago. Something had happened so qu ickly. instantly, that it 
caused everything to freeze: there was no gradual lead up to it. It II 'CL~ instant. That can be caused 
by massive calamities from external sources. but we can certainly cause it today: if s called a 
nuclear winter. Something that carne all across the Mediterranean. for instance, across the central 
band of the planet, could literally suck the air in so quickly that anything north or south of there 
would be instantly fro:ten. There would be ga les from the nonh going towards the equator sucked in 
at many thou~ands and thousands o f miles an hour. 

Jackie: We were taught about this in school and they anributed it to a tremendous sh.ifi of the poles 
of the planet. I remember they talked about a mastodon. Is that the same thing as a wooly 
mammoth? 

Alan: l t"s s lightly diJlhen t. They found lish which don't exist anymore which they fed to the 
huskies after they thawed it out, and they a lso fed some of the meat from the mammoth to the dogs 
and they were none the worse for it. So it was an instant freeze. 

Jackie: We were going to talk about 666. 
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Alan: Ye~. th(! 666 thing is always coming up. Prior to being 666 it was 616. and they updated it to 
666. That was about A.D. 50. I guess thc.ir plans were a bit o il so they upda ted it aga in to 666. What 
we have to take into account is t h~ t about AD. 68 or so when they had the rebellion in Judea, the 
[uprising of the I Maccabees. it wasn·l just a locoalizcd rebellion, it was a rebellion all over the 
Roman Empire m that same time, including within the army. 

Jackie: l don"t know anything about this. What was the rebellion all about? . ~ 

Alan: lt was to get that presen t Cocsar out of power and replace hi m; more pay, all the usual things. 
It was also an international brotherhood type thing as wel l, rcmcmbcl"iug that the Roman army was 
a part of the brotherhood. II didn"t start with the Knights Templar at all, this had been going on for 
thousands of years. from the beginning. If you take the Hebrew leuers, each leiter being an actual 
word, and each word and lener being a number. You have your piece o f paper there and on the left 
hand side you write dow11 nun, N-U-N, which would be an English translation. Then down below it, 
undemcath it, you put rcsh, R-1-'.-S-11, and then below that, you put v:1u which is pronounced 0 . V­
A-U. Then below that you put 11LIIl again. Then .sWrt at the top aga in ond across /i·om the ll rsl nun 
you put N~SO and ihen across from rcsh you put R=200. Now vau (0 as they pronounced it equals 6 
and then you have nun again at the bouom and that equals 50. So then you go up to the other pan of 
the page and you put down the keph; that's K-E-P-11. Tbeo you put do\\11 underneath it samecb 
which is S-A-M-E-C-H and then undemeath that you put rcsh again. Across from the keph, you put 
K= IOO and then you put samcch. which is S-60, then next to resh you put R- 200. Then you add up 
each of your co lumns and you get 360 and 306. Then you add it together and you get 666. That's 
from the Talmud •1 nd the Kabbalah. What you get if you read it down the way is N-R-0-N. Then 
on the oUter side you have K-S-R. That gives you Neron Caesar or IKay-zar.J You sec thal was U1e 
emperor Nenm. thars the Greek Neron fkay-7.ar.J That's written in Greek from the Hebrew. 
Meaning that was the name that you could put into Latin Ncron Kaiser is Nero Caesar. Now tl1e 
Scarlet Lady is Rome: that"s who ruled the empire in U1at day, sat on Se,·cn Hills and reigned over 
the kings U1crc. 

Jackie: That's in Revelations. 

Alan: That"s Rome; Rome still s its oo Seven Hills. At the lime that the book was wrinen. the 
re,·elations of John. the sixth Roman Emperor was in power. It said in Revelations, after him 
another will come who is '·one of the seven." l11at's Revelations for you, right? It said who was 
wounded but hea led, and whose mind is contained in the mysterious number and Auwneus f'uge; it 
was the name of Nero. So they come from Augustus. You got Augustus. Tiberius. Cal igula, 
Claud ius. Nero the fi fth, the sixth who is the one who was in power just belore the rebellion; hi s 
name was Galba and when he ascended the throne there was insurrection by the legions all over the 
place. There was an insurrection of the Judeans within the whole land; this was an international 
insurrcctioo of the day. ll1c Roman one was led by Otho; he was the rebel leader. So the book 
must have been wriueo under Galba who reigned nbout A.D. 68 lO January of AD. 69, il' it takes 
the time of Nero being imminent. Nero the second, he's the one who was and wi ll be. 

Jackie: Oh. been use the seventh Caesar or the seventh ruler was another Nero. 

Alan: Yes and so he was titled Nero and be was in power when the book was wrinen. ··who was 
and will be again" is Nero, and that's basically Ute revelation. 
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Jackie: So the 666. it says in Revelations it shall be the mm1ber of man. Why is it said it's the 
number of the beast. Alan? Does it say that somewhere? ~ere did we get that then? 

Alan: It was the beast that put him in power. So then they changed and altered it again for the 
upcoming era af1er it had all happened, you sec, to keep it in an apocalypse. a final apocalypse. Do 
you remember that a lot of that was fulfilled at the time, because John predicted the time of Nero for 
about the years A.D. 70 and there would be a reign of terror under him which would last 42 months, 
about I ,260 days, and after that time god would arise and vanquish Nero who was the antichrist and 
destroy I he great c ity. the fire of Rome. thousands of years. The millennium would begin and so 
forth . 

Jack ie: I remember Jesus was talking about the upcoming upheaval, and he talked about the 
gnashing of teeth and all of the terrible things that would happen. He said that I tell you that all of 
this sha ll come about before this generation comes to an end. If we read that and take it literally he 
was talking to those people sitting listening to him. When they saw what happened. some will be 
gone and some will be here. Our churches have led us to believe that all of this and they use the 
scriptures to drive the point home. Jt" s in the book. It's written. We know what's going to happen 
when it looks as though it" s al ready happened. 

Alnn: Plus the fact that Revelations wasn't pu t in the original Bible. It wasn't put in unti l about five 
hundred A.D. and then they took it out again and re-inserted it later. You cru1 get that from The Age 
(l Faith, :1s far as the insertion of Revelmions goes . 

. Iackie: 13ecausc this book I. have on Constantine. on the first Council of Nieaea. the author goes a 
little bit further and ta lks about some of the other councils and he lists the books of the Bible as ilicy 
were decided upon during the Council of Nicaea. Then in another council they had some other 
books and took them out and then there was another council and they just kept changing their mind 
about what was going to be [in there.) 

Alan: Yes and we'll never really know what the original ones really were. None of them arc 
eventually left in for hundreds years but there were more, even then, at the beginning that they had 
than they let on about. ll1ey destroyed all the other ones that didn' t fit in with the power structure. 
They popped Revelations back in again in the Middle Ages to keep people in their pl:1ce when they 
were losing control and taxing them very heavily. Then o f course, when they created the Protestant 
':110VCI11Cnt that's what they preached all over Europe. That's why evenLUally nobody went to church 
wi th the hai l, fire and brimstone. So it 's just a continuation of each part of the bui ldinB structure 
from Catholic to Protestant to the schisms of Protestantism through the New Age which is the one 
they're creating again. 

Jackie: You read a quote by Benjamin Franklin who said those of us who created Protestantism \~ill 
destroy Catholicism and then we will destroy Protestantism and Christianity will be dead. 

Alan: lie said once it had fulfilled its purpose, and that's when he started to attack the local 
ministers, and his brother before him. 

Jockie: Christianity was the message of Christ of Jesus. He did not bui ld a bui lding, the church. His 
church was the gathering of the people and Christian ity does not have to be dead if people know in 
thei r hearts that Jesus' message to us was life and light, not death, not sin. 
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Alan: It never was and that was blind obedience. You·ve got to real ize that the Christiani ty that's 
taught today is as fJr removed from a hundred years ago a~ a hundred years ago was from King 
James. It's been altered and altered by leaders. That"s how you alter society. You put in the right 
people. 

Jackie: It comes down to love your god with all your bean, sirength, mind and soul and love your 
neighbor as yourself and this would be the message that would lead our Ji,·es. 

Alan: 1 don't think that would work. I don't think that really works because people arc gregarious. 
Plato called them, not herd animals. but gregarious. People. are gregarious; it means coming 
10gether. Like hirds coming together in the winter you see them all packed in the tree you know like 
starlings and so on. As soon as you have that. somebody comes in and impresses them very well 
and they follow. 

Jackie: ln filtr:ue. Well maybe each individual. I'm not talking about people coming togctlacr, but 
every s ingle individual living by that rule, thnt law. that commandment of love. 

Alan: You can' t do that t: ither, if you're watching TV and you' re gelling brainwashed from a 
thousand di llerent areas. The media itself is the biggest tool today. You can 't have it all ways either. 
Learn to live with yourself and your own senses, or join them because that's your choice. That's 
your choice. 

Every relig ion has the same commandments that everybody would have to fo llow 
ll\roughout their life, don' t steal m1d all the usual things. It's the same through every single religion. 
None of the religions follow it, but they a ll have it in their books . 

• 
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Jackie: Tltis is Alan Watt from Canada to give us some history. Some people go along with the 
program and end up getting whacked anyway. 

Alan: Certain ones do, it depends. As l~tr back as yo u cJn go into rebell ions, pric>r to even the times 
of Christ in the Middle East, you've had secret societies. All rebellions seem to be led by members 
of secret societies, and within those societies they have one major one which everyone thinks 
they·re a part of, but in reality there's always a higher one at the top. So the ones at the bonom who 
do tl1c leg \\Ork and the pushing tend to get whacked at tl1c end of it ; they' re expendable. mainly 
because they've gotmoulbs, and if they were to lind out that the world was never going to end up as 
it was envisaged for lbem, they would talk. They're whacked before they can even get to see the 
end of it. 

Jackie: Would you talk just a Linlc bit about tl1c Russian Revolution? During the French Revolution 
tllc same thing happened with some high people in office, didn't it? 

Alnn: The French revolution had a lot of prcparmion for that whole century from the 1700. s 
onwards and they also had bnnkruptcies in tho l cen tury, as a prelude to it. They a lso financed the 
American Revolution which led them into further bankruptcy, so all of this preparation fueled the 
revolmion. It was to be a world revolution beginning "~th America nnd the U.S. Fruncc was to be 
next and lbey hoped to carry it on right lbrough there, right through Europe. 

Jackie: What about the Spanish; the revolution of Spain? 

Alan: That was a similar. 

Jackie: That was set up by the same crowd. wasn' t it? 

Alan: There's no doubt at all. When you look at the amount of \vTiting that was going on from 1700 
onwards in preparation for all of the re,·olutions, it was astrOJlOmical and very intclligem people 
coming forward with un limited financing, publishing books everywhere, distribution everywhere, 
all talking about the same agenda, a world agenda. The financing was astronomical. lt could 
overcome any establishment through underground mcnns of supplying books and literature and so 
(lll. They were even recruiting priests and ministers into Freemasonry who would then also slip out 
lbe agenda during sermons in a very clever way. They got it to the people who would be doing lbe 
actual fighting, preparing for it 

Jackie: \Vhen you mention Freemasonry aren' t you really talking about the Illuminati? 

Alan: The Illuminati are only one name; each branch of Freemasonry has a purpose. each one has a 
function. Freemasonry at its very core believes in progress (it doesn't matter what they call 
themselves or who !hey actually say they belong to. it' s the same one at the very top) they believe 
that progres~ must be made to a specific ending that can only come about by creating opposites and 
having conl1ict. What arises out of the eonnict ;c; the winner has its opposite created again. unti l it's 
never-ending. So it's never-ending conflict towards this goal that t11ey have, and eventually Hegel 
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would come out and write about it, and now we call it Hegelianism, but that existed long before I 
him. 

Jackk:: I was reading NEA: Tr<!ian Hor.1·e in American Hducatio11 by Samuel Blumenfeld. The way 
he explained the llcgelian dia lectic wasn't like Hegel created it or thought it up. He observed it in 
the way society mo1es, and when he put it into words. they said ··Lcfs do iL" 

Alan: It had always been done, the same technique by the same controlling crowd. I really think the 
world has been in the control of a small bunch of people from the beginning. Again, that's another 
higher philosophy of Freemasonry, that there is another history. that there is another cont rolling 
group who moved throughout the world thousand~ of years ago. set up their own kingdoms in 
preparation for the great work which was the conflicts that tlley would create amongst themselves to 
the ending, that they had envi~~ged. 

Jackie: When you say the connicts that they would create amongst themselves arc we talk ing about 
creating your own opposition. a controlled opposition? 

Alan: Always. They always create a problem, then they create a reaciion to it and then they give 
you a solution to it but it doesn't end with the solu tion. The solution must then have an opposite 
created. It goes on forever. 

Jackie: Constant movement. 

Alan: That is why. also. in the French revolution, towards the end of that, Robcspierre who was the 
leader of it. turned on his own people and started killing them off because he said they weren't 
radical enough. That's the ~•unc thing that Trotsky said about the Russian revolution at the end of iL 
Tt was supposed to carry on. he thought, worldwide by physico! vio lence and of' course Lenin had 
other ideas and so did Stalin, v.ho took over. 

Jackie: But they were all just front pieces. 

Alan: They were front pieces but they'd also had allegiance to whatever order of Freemasonry 
they'd joined. Trotsky. in his book called My Life which was written in 1934. said there are a 
thousand points of light working towards this goaJ, which is the S<Jme quote that George Bush used. 
So they tLse the same termino lO!,')', the same phraseology and they're all Freemasons. Trotsky tells 
you in h.is book that he is a Freemason. 

Jackie: So what cxacdy is Freemasonry then? The Khazars. I don't know what you call them: they 
call themselves Jews and they arc. There seems to be, in so many history books ... 

Alan: Long before. Even ancient history that was given in the regular history books differs 
completely from the history you get from Persia, or Iran or Iraq and also Lebanon. They have 
completely different histories concerning Judaism and some of them actually say that rwelvc tribes 
were really twe lve nations, not living where we're told but living all over, right up to the Black Sea, 
and that Judaism was created literally on the spot that was around 250, 300 B.C. It was the Persians 
who had conquered that whole area and taken over Babylon where they brought the peoples into 
that they had captured and they emerged calling themselves Jews. The Khazars who adopted 
Judaism en masse (they themselves, prior to becoming Jews have a very secretive history once 
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aga in, because they had outer layers of people who they control led) called tiJcmselves Khazars, but 
some of them were Muslim and so on to the outer rings. the peripheries. But in the very ccmcr, 
where this royal lineage was, there were two Kog~n. they called them Kagan. Thars rea lly the top 
man, the king. One was never seen by thl: people. Only d ignitaries from foreign countries could sec 
him. But in the ninth century or so they s:1id ti1at the inner circle of the Khazan was blue-eyed and 
blond-haired. They only inter-married amongst their own fam ily. The king who ruled ovt:r the 
people and was seen by the people was called a Beck. 8-£-C-K. and Kagan. He was the social 
administrator and you find so many people today with the name Beck and Becker and so on. l11at 
didn' t exis t in the Middle East and came d irec tly from the Khaza•~~ and when they eventu:• lly moved 
out of there. they settled primarily in what is now Georgia. the part of Russia ncar the Ukraine. 

Jackie: You remember when you talked obom the international priesthood? I've got this book by 
Douglas Reed called The Cc>nlro•·ersy of Brian. lie talked about the fact U1at these people who 
lived over there thm arc touted as the twelve tri bes (the children of Israel :~ecording to history) really 
were about ten and they were loosely connected. Sometimes they were warring and sometimes they 
inter-married with each other, sometimes tl1cy were at peace. lie said tl1e itinerant priests came 
wandering in and began preaching their dogma. 1\t that time in histo1·y, the people had already 
begun giving up their many gods and seeking for their belief in the oi1c god. Then these itinerate 
priests came and began preaching their dogma and the people rejected it, but the people of Judah 
were the ones that more or less were conned into tl1is thine and he said that thev were called 

~ ' 
Haburu, the itinerate priests were called I laburu which is where he said the word llcbrew comes 
from. 

Alan: That fits in again with Freemasonry. There was a Freemasonic writer at the beginning of this 
century called Mackay. I lc ta lked about the other vers ion of history and he wrote abom the six 
kings that he called the Vikings. Vikings is the same as six kings, if you take the V and tl1e I. and if 
you look up I Kings. Chapter 6 in the 13iblc. it's the building of the temple of Solomon. so Vikings 
means six kings which is the sixth chapter of kings. the building of Solomon ·s temple. So 
everything· s beeu tampered with. 

Jackie: Doug Reed said that when the people were taken into captivity into Babylon, those itinerate 
priests· first great experiment in living apart. making a nation with in nations. a nation into 
themselves. You to ld us tilatthe l lebrew language was actually written then. 

1\lan: Yes. It's a conglomeration or a few other languages which were from the area where they 
lived. But they can actual ly write the Bible and write the code into the Oible; there are other codes. 
and again depending on the language and the Bible. there are other codes with other meanings. 
Vikings literally is six kings, and it's the building of Solomon's temple which is another esoteric 
thing in itself. llere's the quote from MacKay. "It appears from the northern chronicles that Sigge, 
that's S-1-G-G-E, the king of Asher, an Asiatic tribe emigrated from the Caspian and the Caucuses 
into Northern Europe. lie traced his course northwesterly from the Olnck Sea to Russia although 
according 10 tradition he placed one of his sons as a ruler which he is said to have done over the 
Saxons and the franks.'' which is France, "he did advance through Simbria and then to Denmark, 
which acknowledged his tifth son as thei r sovereign. he passed over to Sweden. Ile soon made 
himself master there. He built Sigtuna as the capitol of his empire and promulgated a new code of 
laws and established the secret mysteries. He then assumed the name of Odin, louudcd the 
priesthood of the twelve Jotars. which is Druids. and he then conducted secret worship in the 
administration of justice and his prophets revealed the future. l11ese secret ri tes of these mysteries 
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are celebrated the death of Daldwi.n the beall!iful and lovely, and represented the grief of gods and 
men at his death and his restoration to life.'' This is thousands of years old, accord ing to 
Freemasonry. So the world was set up long before Jesus Christ came along and they had many 
dying gods and resurrec tions of the same dying gods long before them, right into Egypt. 

Jackie: The story of Moses was an absolute dupl icate of the story of the king of twenty-six hw1dred 
years before tha t, to the point of being put in the basket in the rushes. l ie quoted from a Jewish 
rabbi who said it doesn' t mauer. You see, the lie that has been to ld doesn't matter. The only th ing 
that matters is the outcome, the plan. 

Alan: TI1e plan, it's interesting. They believe the masses will never move towards change unless 
you give them myths. Down through the centuries the Freemasons claim that they create the real 
myths. T hey create the "Wi ll iam Wallace" of Scotland. They create 01e "Robin Hood,'' fighting the 
rich and giving to the poor. In other words. they create the myths to get people worked up. 

Jackie: Wc discussed Will iam Wallace, and I picked up a couple of books after I saw that movie; 1 
was very intrigued. There was very little history written at that lime and basically all they could do 
was piece together some of the old oral histories. But you said you believe that Will iam Wallace did 
exist, and that he d id in fact do some of the leadership feats that they pomayed in that movie. But 
you said that now they bui lt the big Masonic mem<n;al lo him. 

Alan: Oh yes, they built it in the 1800's. It was the largest Frecmasonic structure or momtment 
given to anybody in Scotland and it' s completely funded by Freemasonic lodges. You have to look 
at the similarities of his death. There's sort of the dying god. dying for his people and he was s liced 
up into parts at the end and a shoulder sent one place, one to 01e other and a leg here and a leg there. 

Jackie: Like Osiris. 

Alan: Yes. His head was put on top of the Tower Bridge in London, and so you have these same 
similarities through his to ry, always wi th the dying and resurrected god, dy ing for the people. But 
the historians are well aware of all these international myths and the similarities between them. 
They know it's the san1e stories. Freemasonry claims that Christianity was created by the ir 
predecessors as a myth to change the world into a world state. So tl1ey claim that they created it, 
they say again that it was hijacked by the Roman hierarchy and altered, <lnd that it wasn't meant to 
end up this way. Very interestingly the descendants of the St1sart lineage from Britain, later replaced 
by the present crowd, are now on the world stage again with a lot of the other royalty, the post­
royalty of Europe. It turns out that the Stuarts and other members of royalty have been working for 
the bu ild ing of the United Europe from iL~ beginning according to Stuart himself, who has written a 
book. '111ey also sat on va1i ous panels for the United Nations. 

Jack ie: You mean 01e royal family Stuart? 

Alan: That's right. It doesn' t end there. Now this is Stuart c.laims to be the head of tb.e Knights 
Templar organization, and his side-kick, (a man cal led Gardner who has also written a couple of 
quite thick books, which are well-funded) claim that the Stuart lineage and others of the post-royal 
families are all inter-married with one group from Georgia, Russia according to the lineage and they 
claim to have what they caU the royal blood. This is the "Holy blood, Holy Grail" thing. They 
claim to be keepers of the royal blood, the gene, the alba gene, the white gene, and .. . 
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Jackie: Is that the Albigencians" 

i\bn: That was one of the groups that they claim were their ancestors. White is alba. like albino. 
You'll fUld wh..:rcvcr there was a group that controlled a part of the world or an empire they always 
named it. wherever they lived. Alba-something or other. The Romans lived amongst the Alba 
Mountains. Albany, New York was named after it, too. Scorland used to be called Albany as well. 
So irs really interesting . 

.Iackie: So they believe that the people, the masse~ as they call them ... I heard someone from the 
!Sank of Canada, when he was talking to Rmhschild at thm Fourth World Wi lderness Confcr..:Jtce 
say that .. Unfortunately the cannon fodder that inhabits this earth will never of themselves move for 
change.~ 

Alan: ·nlat's ri ght and that's the whole Frcemasonic philosophy and ye1 they never tell you. They 
all know amongst themselves that there's an agenda and a !ina! goal butlhcy never tell the people 
what it is and that again is part of Frccmasomy. 

Jackie: Now you· re not talking about the lower degrees of Frcemawnry. 

Alan: Once you get up into the I skull,] (there are 33 degrees in the Scottish Rite, 33 degrees arc the 
bones of the spine, the spinal cord and there are 33 of them) when you go up the degree of a spinal 
cord you go through the opening of the door which is the porta l into the skull. (That's why the sku ll 
is important. too; that's part of the reason.) But once you get into the skul l, you go up to the upper 
temple, the upper room. and you can lind the same stories. which are six thousand years old at least. 
of going up the stairs. up the degrees through the portal. the door wbicb is guarded by Atlas. Atlas is 
the name they give to the bone on which the head swivels. So once you go imo the upper chamber, 
the upper room where again you have the stol)' of Jesus taking his disciples. The twelve disciples 
arc simply the twelve signs of the zodiac going through the son, the son of god. Thirteen. Our 
knowledge is contained, for an individual. in the head. That's what it literally me<JIIs. By giv ing 
people a different story at bi rth, they caJ\ control your whole life. You'd never think for yourse lf. 
A lithe tools that you've been given will always bring you to the same point that they want you to 
come to, 1hrough your rea.~oning methods. The whole thing "~th Freemasonry is a takeo\'cr. The 
initiation is to let you know that all knowledge that you think you ha,·c is contained in your head. It 
doesn't come from outside. By comrolling all knowledge you can control everyone's upper room, 
everyone's upper chamber. 

Jackie: That brings us 10 the mind control that's going on today. 

Alan: Mind control has always been the same. r ve come to the conclusion \\ith the televisions and 
electronics it's easier. You know there's hardly an opinion. a social opinion that a person has today 
that hasn·t been given to them tllfough liction, through somebody on TV or a movie. They create 
dillerent dramas; some of the best series were the Star Trek series and t11c word bold i~ ooly used 
with knighthood, and so their whole thing about boldly going off into space and working for a 
federation of earth, United Nations. Even in the movies. what they usc is pretty identical to the 
U.N. logo as the backdrop of the council meetings where the committee meets. Then they give you 
situations where they meet aliens. which represent the races. They intermarry, you know this kind 
of thing a11d accepting strange customs. and so on and so on, and then they go into the next 
generation because l~reemasnnry works intcrgenerationally, and then it steps up a bit. Once again, 
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you have the bald-headed priest or the captain, the new one, and again you have social situations 
happening ··on board." With the third series, you have primarily women in charge. and the men 
take on a secondary role which fits in again "ith the Knights Tcmplar, freemasonry, Mithraism, the 
mother-goddess type thing, and the movements which even !he Smarts, the head of the Knights 
Templar today is green, which is a tum to the worship of the mother earth. That' s according to 
them ... 

Jackie: They're teaching it to our children in the schools, too. 

!\ian: Yes. This is the oldest religion th~ll ever existed. just simply being brought back again. 
Freemasonry believes that the female i ~ the carrier of all creativity. but she's not the door. She can 
only do it through a special mating or se lect ion and through a son, through t11e sun. that's why the 
two pillars of Joachim and Boaz in Freemasonry. They have the female and the male tor the temple 
itself. Stuart and the revamped royalty from Europe arc pushing !his whole mother goddess type 
thing. the carrier of the alba gene, the white gene. It's amazjng because Stuart I Michael Stewanj 
now is the head, the appro\·ed head by t11c United Nations, and by the European parliament of the 
European Council of Princes. 

Alan: l11is is the descendant, Michael Stewart. This is !he descendant of tl1e King James Bible 
Stuart fami ly. It's the same. They were deposed. 

Jockic: This quote by Adam Weishaupt, "the useful idiots," is that a tcm1 that they have actually 
LISCd that would have helped them to implement their plan? 

Alan: It' s a contempt that they have. Albert Pike used it. He used ~imi lar terms to that. You're only 
seeing one facet. one side or it. 

Jackie: I think maybe these arc d1e useful idiots that Albert Pike or Adam Weishaupt said. Maybe 
we· rc all useful idiots. 

Al:m: l11cre' s a definite plan to all of this. Sut you must remember that whatever they do or show to 
tl1e public. that they do everything in groups of four. There arc four methods of attack. You only sec 
the one method. They work behind the scenes in three other direct ions. '11mt's the standard 
philo~ophy that t11cy have. That's why everything goes the way they wont it to go, regardless of 
what the people eventually say they want. What we sec is a show. They would love lo r us to fall for 
it and sny please do this. But it doesn't make any difference because they have the three other 
methods working in the background behind the scenes. 

Jackie: Now you had made the statement !hat George Bush, he's not a keeper. That's he's sort of a 
twig on the family tree. Like a dead twig. 

Alan: lie ·s grafted, yes. 

Jackie: Because you said once if he absolutely knew what their plan was, he wouldn't continue 
doing what he's doing because he· s not going to be one of the keepers. 

Alan: Yes. lie got his payoff. lie was probably picked for his part very young. l11at's what they 
claim that they do. Like Cl inton and Bronfman and all of them. It's Iunny abou t Bush: l was 
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watching a video from Britain on Westminster Abby. which goes back into the Middle Ages, and it 
shov.cd you the hall of the Knights of the Garter. and they have all these chairs set up or tiers of 
chairs and each one is sectioned off. almost like a stable where you would put a horse for each 
knight that they've sworn in. TI1ey have this sword in front of them where the knights held it and a 
nag above each member showing his family coat-of-am1s and it showed you the George Rush 
family one. 

Jackie: I low come you know this and (lcorge Hush doesn't? 

Alan: I don ' t th ink any of them get the true goa l. That's what it is. I don' t think they real i :~,e what 
the true goal is. 

Jackie: So it"s not like you have inside knowledge but some reading and watching. 

Alan: Yes. When you look at the past and then you look at what 's happening today and then you 
read tl1c philosophies of as many Frcemasonic writers as possible and the ancient histories 
concerning t11e mysteries, you lind they've alv.-.Jys had a panicular goal which is so weird to our 
way of thinking that you don't think it's possible that they could pull it <tff. But their end goal has to 
do with changing the physical structure of humans. TI1at is their true goal. They cl~ im that man was 
created imperfectl y. Imperfectly because man has free ''~11. Now tlus is from the writings above 
Freemasonry. Freemasonry is only a method of gelling up in an order if you' re chosen to join an 
Order after you' re a Freema~on ~nu g<, up in degrees. So an Order is much higher than 
Freemasonry, and then lhere are Orders above Orders. 

Jackie: Like the Order of the Uortcr? 

Alan: They claim that man from the beginning was created imperfectly. TI1ey"rc talking about mass 
man. not them. They belie,·c that they either have t11c royal blood. the ancient royal blood. ' ·sang 
rear· they call it. or they have been grafted onto the tree or tl1e vine through knighthoods. ct cetera. 
But the masses of people have free will and free will they claim is the problem of all evil on Ibis 
planet. From their point of view, they"re right because we won't do what we're told, generally. 
' l11cy want people who will be robots, that is. without lowering the higher intellect, the reasoning 
powers for calculations and language and so on. They want to remove free will from humanity. 
They know the pans of !be brain that literally makes yott, you, makes you decide on this decision or 
that dec ision. They know the parts of the brain. 

Jackie: That's what all th is brain research is about. 

Alan: They've had so many international meetings going back into the last century on mind controL 
not just this century, how to alter man and they've tried it though breeding. they odmit that. They've 
had three main mclhods, four really. over the century. They've experirnentt:d surgically. altering 
man through lobotomies in Russia. They had thousands and thousands of experiments on people 
during t11e Soviet era. But you sec they'd always, or !bey genera!Jy ended up destroying the 
personality which is also free "~II. which is also higher intellect, so you couJdn"t talk or whatever or 
you'd be a zombie. 

Jackie: So the only way they' ve beeJl able to achieve it so far is physically wi th surgery.

Alan: Surgery, but they've also found methods through drugs, chemicals, which can cause 
pennanent effects and also through mass psycboiOl,'Y which can only get you to a certain level, but 
pretty fitr. So in one or the meetings they had i.o San Francisco in the 1960's they went through all 
the methods they'd u·ied; it was an inte rnational meeting on mind control and that was the title of 
the meeting. Where was ihc press then in 1964? They went through each method and each 
technique and each leader for each department (p~-ychology, surgery, and chemicals and .so on) 
made a speech and they gave the results to date. But they all admiued to the linal goal that was the 
eradication of what they called free will, the primitive part of man. If you can eradicate that you can 
have peace. Well, we will have peace because we ' II all be zombies. 

Jackie : T ipper Gore, the expert on hcalthcare, on mental health. I listened to this lady and one of my 
lirst thoughts w~ts ' '\:Vhat makes her an expert?" l even wrote it on the Action Alerts that T was 
doing at the time that it appears that they bave decided that what's good for what ails everybody is 
drugs. They talk about a world of people free of fear and free or wanL Now there's a whole 
di ITerent story when you talk about needs, there arc certain needs that we bave like shelter, food, et 
cetera. But there isn ' t a person alive on this earth that doesn't have some wants U1at aren' t part of 
their needs and 1 don't know anybody who is free of {ear. I think that's part of what they call the 
human condition and l thought to myse lf, then you're ta lking about a world o r zombies; any world 
with people who are free of fear and free of want have lost their minds. 

Alan: Well, they admit tbat though, to a certain extent. Charl es Galton Darwin (the grandson of 
Charles Darwin) who wrote The Next Million Years, said quite openly what the intentions were of 
this group he belonged to and he wasn't suggesting things, they were already putting it in place. 
They're doing it, and be went through methods of controll ing populations. population controL 
Reducrng it to a certain number, and then using what they call the common man. Basically it's a 
robotic slave. 

Jackie: Cogs in the wheel. Cogs in the wheeL 

Alan: Yes. He said by removing this primitive part of man, we shall also be removing, their instinct 
for self-survivaL So we, the el ite, the controllers must not alter ourselves. Now l think U1ey've 
already been doing iL They've been reducing population in the western world since the 1950' s at 
least with the introduction of the p<llio vaccine. l'vegot a video tape with Dr. Salk, the man who is 
credited with engineering this, and it says on the tape that he knew that there were at least seventeen 
live simian viruses cotuained in every polio shot that was given. Live viruses. When you look at 
what polio iiself does, it causes encephalitis primari ly. lt attacks neurons in the nervous system and 
primarily the brain. Now everybody who got flu shot in the 1950's and 1960's, the mothers were 
told, generally about tl1ree years of age when the brain cells are literally doubling. The skull is 
growing. They hit you then with the tlu shots, three in a row, wh.ich causes mild encephalitis and 
every mother was told they might be orr-color. The child would be off-color for a couple of weeks 
'·but don' t worry abom it," and might have a little bit of fever and again, ,.don' t worry about iL'' 
Well , that fever is in the brain of the chiJd and it attacks certain areas of the brain, specific areas. 
What those seventeen other viruses lhat have been hybrid, I'm sure, from the chimpanzee, what 
they were supposed to attack, l don' t know, but 1 know that everybody now, every doctor admits it, 
general practitioners say they've. never seen such a plague of people with arthritis, auto-immune 
problems, allergies, chro.nic fatigue syndrome, ct cetera, et cetera, and I am certain that was one of 
the methods which had a two-fo ld purpose partly to cull the population down and also to [jterally 
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dumb down the higher sensors of reasoning as wc11.l'm ccrt3in that was pan of it. ·rnesc people, we 
find out, that whenever they suggest something it's not (t suggestion. It is mandated. 

hckie: This book that I have COR.\' in the Wheel: Till' Formation ofSol'iet Ma11 by Mikh:ti l l lcl ler. 
describing the principal peculiarity of the regime. "In our So,·iet Union people are not born, \\hat 
are born arc organisms. We tum them into people. tractor drh·ers. engine drivers, academicians. 
scholars. and so forth.'. He said, "The first realm of freedom on earth for the working man has 
become the motherland of a new and higher type of llomo sapiens. homo sovieti cus; with tile 
utmost c larity the authors proceeded to draw up the ballot sheet of the experiment they consider to 
have been so bravely executed. It ltus taken millions of years for the cell to advance to the stage o f 
homo sapiens and to reach the level of mao endowed with reason but only s ixty years for him to be 
cleansed of all impurities and for tho! highest type of homo sapiens. a new biological specimen. by 
the name of homo sovieticus. Soviet man." That is the blueprint. isn't it'! The Soviet Union was a 
huge laboratory, the closed doors. the iron curtains. What do you know about the Russian people 
today? 

AJan: ·n1e Russ ian people are being run by the same descendants as the bunch that l<lok the country 
over io 1917. I have that from some Russians. There arc two hundred families that run Russia and 
their grandparents were running it in 1917 and they still do, and of course they control the 
government and the mafia because it 's one and the same thing. really. 'llocy'vc also moved out into 
Europe; in Bri tain and Ireland they cn ll them the stinking Russian gangs. 

Jackie: llowcvcr people in Russia sti ll do have <tS semblance of their reason and they sti ll have a 
des ire don'tthcy. for something different and better? 

A lao: Something better, but !think they've been conditioned to look to the government for help and 
food is one of their biggest problems right now. 

Jackie: Big brother. The big brother will he lp you out. 

Alan: Yes. They've been taught that every answer comes from government. 

Jackie: I see that in America today. I see it when I listen to these people at these m~tings. pushing 
like crazy to get this government money in here. 

Alan: Yes. and il is all public/private cntcrpri~e. 

Jackie: Yes I know. Tbe United Nations' business plan and it isn't really the U.N. that's pushing 
this: it's just the bureaucracy that was set up for them tO implement their plan. 

Alan: Take nothing for granted. T~ke nothing for granted. You can't even afford that these days. 

Jackie: I know. Thank you so much: lhis has been dclighlfi.tl. 
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Jackie: l read to you a U"<Ulscript of a conversation with Alan Watt from Canada and our dear friend 
Ellie . Alan is on with us tonight. and is going to expand on the content of the conversation, talking 
about the force, the spiri tual force that is within each and every one of us, and there can be some 
great changes made. Thank you for joining us this evening. 

Alan: It's a pleasure. I think that the world is being run lor the thousands of years that we are aware 
of and probably a lot longer hy people who arc aware of truth, and they have giveu us the religions 
over the milleruJium for their own ends, basically. Right now in the world there·s a tremendous 
attempt to bring us down to the level of every other living crea ture on the planet and say that we' re 
nothing more than a bunch of DNA molecules and helixes and so on, in order to allow ourselves to 
be managed more efficien tly, population-wise and right down to genetic engineering. If we forget 
the fact that there is, if you like, (it's an inadequate word) soul or spirit, if we forget that "vc have 
that in us, then we are playing right into their hands. 

Jackie: They're being successfu l in thei r quest to fix spirit in matter as you had said. I thought a lot 
about that, Alan. It seems to me tbat that it would be almost impossible because the spiritual force 
that they're trying tO pin down is so much greater than anything physical. 

Alan: Again. according to tl1eir relig ion. and it is a {eligion. the force is neither pOSltlve nor 
negative. Irs up to the individuals to choose whic.h way they want it to work. If everybody (the 
mass) gives up their individual ity, because we a{e individuals and we mustn 't forget that fact e ither. 
We' re so used to being called the herd or the people or the populace, the nation, and so on, that we 
arc in danger of losing our individuality and what is true dovvn through the ages [is that] it's never 
been the majority who have ever changed anything. It definitely is up to a minority. Right now 
there' s a minority running this planet and there's a minority who arc aware and who arc prepared to 
go against them" Because scicntilical ly, when they say lha t they've found the last remnants of the 
DNA structure, I' m sure they had it a long Lime ago, tbey·re s imply making it official. 

Jac.kie: But you say that today there is act11ally an opposing force. 

N an: Yes, and it's scallered. It is individuals. If those individuals didn' t exist, there' s nothing to 
stop this path that we're on. There 's no other track off it, because you have to have the will to get 
off it. Before you can get o ff it you have to under;,iand the road you're on right now. Most people 
th ink that history is an evolution, a simple da ily evolution of things that suddenly happen and 
governments suddenly dea l with them. But i.n reality, (when you go back into the o ld writings of 
Greece and Egypt,) you find this religion plans way, way, way io advance in order to keep power. 
They plan the future and they control the past and as Orwell said, "Those who control the past 
control tbc future," because 1hey create the fitture . 

Jackie: They' re very aware that there is that force, that consciousness, and lhat they are actually 
creating the consciousness, because it appears that one of the ways they have created that 
consciousness is by thought control, where people, Christians who read the Bible and they read 
Revelations, the prophesies, the prophets, and they say "this is God' s plan; lhcrc is nothing we can 
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<.lo about it. It is going to happen." They actua lly joyfully look forward to what they think is going 
to besom.: heaven on earth. Now, knowing the power o f the spoken word and the collective t110ught 
of all of these people. their plan is being thought. believed. and spoken right into existence. That's 
exactly "hat's happening. That's how they're creating this consciousness. 

Alan: Oh yes. They made it quite plain thousands o f years ago in the ir writings (Pytlwgoras, Plato. 
and all the rest of them) that the.re were two primary methods that they used. One wos wbalthey 
called natural sc ience. Natural science meaning the senses and control through the senses and 
information coming into the mind and therefore those who give the infonnation through symbolism 
and writing and speeches nnd so on would create the person's opinions on every subject. But they 
abo said there was a much higher pi one of science. They called it sc ience, and they were talking 
about a spiritua l science :md it has never changed all c.Jown through the last couple of thousand 
years, at least. Their theology is based on [self godhood.l and you·ve heard d ifferent ones say "'1 am 
god:· Shirley MacLaine and Maurice Strong. meditating tO himself really because he is getting in 
touch with his o'm godhood. 

ll1is is the world phi losophy or religion that they have at the very top o f what we term 
Freemasonry and the other mystery religions around freemasonry; that they have attained the 
highest evolution of cycles and reincarnations. They really do beliew this: Therefore. they have the 
right to decide the future for everyone else. Now they begin their inductions with. for instance. 
Theosophy. The books they put out for the general public can be very enticing to minds tl1at are 
seeking something. because there's a lot of truth in there. But, you' ll never find the books on the 
shelves or ones yotJ can send away for. that they g ive to their members at a higher level. because the 
whole thing is eventually to create a form of e litism amongst tiJcmselves. We sec this in a ll 
religions, but they've got it down to a fine art where they appeal to the ego. You are special. That's 
the first thing. If they can usc you on a higher Je,·el of social control over people. then they will 
induct you into a higher level of elitism. Theosophy dic.J create Hi tler on the one hand and to an 
ex-teot Communism on the ot11er because in tl1c Kremlin (and it's come out in the British 
newspapers) these so-called Communists were into Theosophy. Irs with us today. 

Jackie: What amazes me is it's so clo~e to t11c actual tmth. That's what's so slick about it. 

Alan: Yes, the Sj111bol in l:igypt, which we can see on most ambulances today. was the staff with 
wings outstretched, forming a cross witl1 the rwo serpents intertwinec.J. I They control1 by the use of 
the two opposing forces, in other words. the control o f this science and creation o f opposites, 
because to control nature you must use opposites. That's what they say. They give you both sic.Jcs 
to the story: they give you the champions to both sides to the story. In reality, there arc two sides on 
each side of the story. There an: tile ones who really think t11ey're facing an enemy, and on each 
side they' ll also have an elite who are Masonic d irecting them. So they have so clever.ly brought 
bistory up 10 its present point by using the power of opposites. They do sec th is a thousand different 
ways but the average mind can only grasp a s imple conspiracy if there are two very visible plain 
sides. Yet, it's like t11c American Civi l War [between the north and the south] where you had a 
Christian group facing another Christian group and yet within each group there was a Masonic side 
to it. So there are two sides on every side. The mind gets lost when you get into that, for instan.ce 
where you realize, ·'No, it's not just one enemy, there's actually two within the same unifonn here." 
But when you start bringing even more sides into it to confuse the issue and realize that has its 
opposite as well, then that is the form of control. Anybody who wants to understand that mind 
control is nothing new at all, and your mind again, they would interchange the word soul and mind 
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without any problem because to them it was one and the same thing. They really did not 
differentiate. 

Jackie: How do you d ifferentiate soul and mind? 

Alan: \Vilh lhe higher consciousness which is what everybody has to come to, whether they like it 
or not, you e ither go along with the group or you Jighl your way out of it. That higber 
consciousness, as I say, that part of God (I don't say you're God) but that part of God within you is 
the Christ wi thin you. It's a higher consciousness, really. The ancients didn't differentiate at all 
because they real ized you' re e ither programmed, in other words. you had no mind or soul, or your 
soul was in you, which would cancel out the programming. You ' re eiU1er aware or you' re not 
aware. They said •nost people went through their whole lives never being conscious or aware that 
they were a soul. Again, it's very elitist. 

Jackie: We relate to who we are as a physical body. So we relate to ourselves as a physical body; we 
feel weak, we feel helpless, when in true fact we arc a spiritual being inhabiting this physical body. 
That God crea tion power is available to us, ro everybody, to be used for good or to be used for evil. 
Tt 's our choice. · 

Alan: It's our choice and aga in before we can use it for any purpose we have to look at ourselves as 
the individual because most of the things that stop us getting to a higher understanding. or 
consciousness, or in tune with this true power that's everywhere, we have to realize the faulrs that 
we have within ourselves as individuals. We tend in our own private lives to bring in all of the 
problems that we're addicted to. We can't get away frorn addictions. and those addictions tend to 
bring us down. Worry, relationsl1ips (the wrong types of relationships,) things we think we want but 
don't really need and so on, because this technique of control from the ones who aetual.ly do it, they 
give us eve.rytbing that brings us down to a base level. They give us Lhe constant sex on TV and 
movies aod so on; for the children the same thing, and vio lence. We think we want il, until even a 
murderer can be made to look glamorous, or a potential murderer which is nothing but a bully 
anyway, and you have bullies in un iform. There 's no differeoce; it's the same mentality. 

We're taught to worship people in unifmms under what they call law, after conditioning us 
that law is somehow proper whereas law is a neutral term. lt's simply a legislation passed by 
somebody who rules. But conditioning puts it the other way, unti l whatever is law is somehow 
correct. It's a mirror imagining of reality. Your senses are tell ing you that the government is 
conditioning and tra in ing the whole population of the world to be stopped on highways tor road 
checks and hold queues for mi les, just back up and so on and somehow that is law. 

Jackie: People say "I don 'l care if they do that. I have nothing to hide." 

Alan: That's the coward's way out of everything. Of course. I those in] government, through their 
condi tioning in schools and into adulthood. know they can count on the majority to say that and 
actually come to that conclusion. In reality, they're extorting nwney, "'~th every ticket they hand 
out, for the government. Extortion is extortion. 1 don't care what they want to call it. It's simply 
more of your labor into a cash form going into the pockets of U1e ones who are in control of the 
countries. 

Jackie: \Vhat do you imagine could happen if everybody suddenly got off it and quit playing a lo.ng 
wi th the game? 
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Alan: Then things would ~lart to move, because I don't know if you 've ever gone through life and 
occasionally met somebody who had influence around them even when they d idn· t speak. If you 
couple tha1 with knowledge, and you can speak and pu1 it across to people, then you can waken 
something up inside them and let it come w the fore. 

Jackie: I want people ot least to have the opportunity to hear this because that knowing is w ithin us 
and sometimes it takes something like tltis. a conversation like this, to strike that chord wiU1in them 
that begins that process of bringing it back to the foreground. 

Alan: That' s exactly what it is. lo the old writings and within Freemasonry, they have all of this 
with in it at the higher degrees, the soul within a person; you're bom with it, you know what is right 
and vvrong. You know it. It doesn' t mean you can stop right there: children will overrule what is 
righ t and try it anyway. Even a bully knows they're wrong. They know iliat they'(e wrong but 
they·re willing to try and get the earthly power through their muscle. and they surround themselves 
wiU1 Jesser bullies and the only thing they respect is power and strength, which is the people who 
end up in the government or the mili tmy or U1e pol ice, bureaucrats. 

Jackie: Those are ilic g11ys we have to be careful of. the bureaucrats. because my observation is that 
the more small-minded you are, the more meru1-minded you are, the more power-hungry you are, 
the higher up you climb on the ladder of bureaucracy. To be ruled, govemed by these people who 
were appointed into their positions, it's almost unbearable to think of. 

Alan: We' re not ruled by the guys we see on TV, we lmow that. Most of the western c<Juot ries are 
under the British form of rule. In Britain and in Canada, and Australia, New Zealand, even countries 
like l.ndia, they have a private council above what we sec, above the parl iaments, and it' s ca!Jed the 
privy council. They' re all apparently appointed via the Queen or the reigning monarch, but they ' re 
unclected, most of them. They're pulled in there, the power magne-ts and money magnets. They're 
pulled in. They have private consultations and the prime minister gels his mmching orders. He 
comes out into parliament and ei ther s igns it through as an order in council or iliey go through a 
show of debating it. for the public's benelit (if any of the public cme to even listen) and then they 
ram it through. That is the way the world is run. 

I Regarding I the art of illusion, l would soy that most people should really try and read 
Plato'~ The R.epuhlic because it's a guide book to the recruiting method they used back then, and 
today, for the people who manage countries, for the el i tist~. There's a sec·tion in The-. R.epublic where 
Plato, in a dialogue fonn, a sort of conversation form wi th <t f'riend, that goes llu:ougb Utis whole 
tlting about bow the mind perceives its existence and how to control it. It's called lbc Analogy of 
the Cave. He says iliat if you can imagine a deep cave where prisoners are chained facing into U1e 
cave and they cannot tunJ their heads, because of the chains, and look back towards the entrance. 
Behind them, there· sa son of puppeteers parapet, and then behind ilie parapet there's a fire and then 
further on there's U1e entrance to the cave. People are walking back and forth and their light is being 
re.f)ected right back to U1e back of the cave where these prisoners are chained, so all U1ese prisoners 
could see all of their life, was the shadows passing in front of iliem, the rellections which were 
actually shadows. They would think iliat is them intenningling. That' s all they'd ever known. They 
would create whole theories about what the shadows were and what they meant. People would 
actually give honors to the most intell igent ones there with the greatest things to say about the 
shadows. 17teir whole idea o_f reality was confined to a comple1e illusion. lf you then took one of 
the prisoners and led them om, at first the fire that he passed by the way would blind him. They 
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would gradually bring him out into the light, prcfcrnhly at nighttime and let him sec U1c stars and 
the moon and so on. Then even tually let him ~ee rc l1ections off the sun on water, meaning not 
di rectly <lt the sun, and then the ~un itself and then he wou ld under~tand how nature works and so 
on. Now aficr contemplating tha t, that released prisoner would rcali7.C that everylhing he'd ever 
known w~ a complete fallacy. If he was to be brought back into the cave and he was re-ehained 
amongst the other prisoners and he tried to tell them of his experiences and what reality really was, 
ilie most intelligent ones amongst them, who had the most to say about U1e whole series of the 
shadows and what they were. they themselves would tum oo him and kill him because he was 
breaking and shattering their illusion. 

We hn vc been brought up in a complete illusion wi th techn iques that were known thousands 
of year~ ago and un less we break free of il then humanity as we have known it, literally wi ll cease 
to exist because they are determined to create the nc" being. the new man. which they have wriueo 
about for thousands of years. Every Freemason is well aware. that according to their dictates, that 
unless Adam goes back into the phase before the fn ll , meaning the separation of Eve, then there will 
never be hormony on this planet. 

Jockic: We know better Umn iliat, don't we? Knowing all this, how do you keep your sanity? As 
you were talking to me about gelling up to ilie top of that mountain and seeing that everyiliing that 
you' ve ever believed in. and ever been taught. and ever learned was a lie and ilien you have to go 
o,·er ilia! down into iliat valley and you said you keep your sani ty because you know that it's all a 
lie. It's all an illusion. that it can be reversed. 

Alan: It can be reversed. That's right. I think those who arc awake should start getting in touch with 
each OLher. 

Jackie: Do you think we might be in touch with each other ";th our minds? 

Alan: I think there· s absolutely something to that. I know that the Maurice Strongs of this world, 
who arc on the other s ide, definitely bel ieve U1at they are in touch with each other throughout the 
world, through their m inds. 

Jackie: Well. you mentiooed iliat in your conversation with Effie and I know that every single 
person can relate to this. You said we have the clues that U1ere is aoot11cr world or different world 
within this world and that ilie clue, I mean even s imple little clues, for example, you think of 
somebody and the phone rings nnd it's UJctn or they show up. You hud used as an exnmple that 
you're fee ling down or blue. somebody calls up or comes over and says exactly what you were 
thinking. To me. that is the first clue that our minds arc connected. 

Alan: Yes. Children know it. Children will often. in ilie same household or best friends, start 
singing ilie same song at ilic same place, the same words. Even in the middle of ilie song U1ey'll 
break out, they're thinking it t11en they sing it. Sometimes you might be going through it in your 
mind and they start to sing it. These are things which we do naturally. People, who are on ilie same 
wavelength, or spirirual level or the same paili wi ll have that in common. Yet they have done their 
best, the rulers of this planet have done ilieir best, to convince us not to look into t11is. It 'vas 
somehow evil. Meanwhile. they themselves were doing iL They have taught us there is nothing 
outside of ourselves except Ole law. ilieir government, ilieir law. We have listened to that. It's been 
drummed out of us ilirough a technique going through school and what they call logic and so even 
iliough t11e evidence crops up once in awh ile, maybe frequently when we're young, we eventually 
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get into this supposed oduh world which really ~imply means you've been programmed by their 
method, and we ignore this other side to this existence in which we live. Titc other pa11 which is 
natural has been dnnnmcd out of us through a system of religion and education. 

Education to bring you to what they claim is rational, which is right to the slaughterhouse at 
the very end. Because you can rationalize everything away as irs presented to you using simple 
earthly logic, but the spiritual $ide or the power that resides within people which gives them their 
actual consciousness and conscience can be used as well. 

Jackie: We have tO call upon that. Alan. I think abom the people who are so caught and so 
enmeshed in the m)thology. and only way that it's going to happen. they have to ask. When that 
desire is there, the desire seems to be that force that moves us. 

Alan: Also. it seems also to be a process of dying to the self. In other words. you have a really good 
look at yourself before you can come in touch with it and you die to the world and yourself really. 
in a way. Then you sec the fau lts within you. Once that is understood this power seems to come 
through much more clearly and more powerfully. 

Jackie: In other words. being honest with ourselves about where we're· at. When we're being 
difficult and we know it. we catch it. It starts like that, just catching it. 

Alan: That's righ1. We 're so quick to poin t the finger and cast the blame somewhere e lse. ·'You 
made me do it!" Of course, even the government uses that on the JJeople. ·they' ll say, "Oh, look ~ t 
the violence o\11 there. We hJve to put lhis law through which is going to come down hard on 
everybody because you've made us do it.'' That's the same technique that they usc on us all. As 
long as we'n.: using the same technique in our own iJJdividual lives, we accept that as famil iar 10 us. 
So we have to be honest with ourselves. 

Jackie: Yes. We also have a desire to be right and so therefore being honest with ourselves 
sometimes is so diffi cult because if we are we have to say, "That wasn't very nice." 

Alan: Yes. that's right. I said to somebody the other day that called, "Everybody is trying to make 
the world in their own image." '111c ones at the top right now certainly are doing it and as long as 
we're stuck in this rut we're trying to make everything in our own immediate vicinity in our own 
image, in other words power-playing OYer everything, the govcmment will get their way and lead us 
up tbc wrong path. So. honesty with oneself really is a key to geuing in touch with that part which 
has been held back for so long. 

Jackie: It 's simple but not ncccSi>arily ea~-y. But once again it has to do with the desire to know the 
painful tn1th for myself. 1 would know the tmlh. 

Alan: You know there arc so many topics for instance which we have avoided in Utis culture we live 
in which is an artificial culture to begin with. It is a system we live in. It's somebody e lse's system. 
We live in a system where most of the people in the world today live in cities which are ~rtificial 
hives; they're where the bees are. Tbeir meat comes to them. frozen and packaged and so on and we 
don't sec the nasty side to that. With in our own lives, our relatives and our parents and so on get 
sick and go into hospitals; they' re cared for outside of our homes. Somebody else docs the work; 
somebody e lse cleans up the mess, so we only see the c lean side of it at the visiting ti me. We don ' t 
take care of our own and even when they die the experts come in and take the body off and dress it 
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all up and keep it in a nice place and we con go and visit it. lt's so artificial and unreal that we're 
losi tlg the very things that keep us in touch with our own humanity amongst ourselves. 

Jackie: Do you think thm's why some OlU$ have such a yearning to be out of the cities? 

Alan: That definitely is a part of it. Irs an instinct there that it's all wrong. But even in the rural 
areas we still .live in this elec tronic world where you can live in the North Pole and still have your 
culture made for you. But there are so many things we haven ' t faced within our own lives. The 
population of the world has never ever been given a choice. really, in anything. It's always either 
this or the opposite . This or the opposite. It's given to you. 

Jackie: Well, there arc a few who don't take either choice. 

Alan: Yes, and the majority al low the government to make the choice for them anyway. They don't 
involve themselves. Plato itJ The Republic tells you they know exactly how many people in a 
democracy participate in the actual rule and that' s why they like democracy. It's the same with 
republicanism. lt"s the rnethod. It's what your senses tell you it is. You give the name to it. Don' t let 
them call it something else when you can see what it really is. It's exactly the same democracy in 
the U.S. as it is here. So names are irrelevant. Your own senses tell you what you 're living under, or 
they sl10u.ld. Unti l we face the realities of life and discuss them and stop letting experts parade 
before us on TV telling us what w think, unti l we participate in the vita l th ings which have to be 
looked at and discussed, because we should really be deciding what kind of future the world will be, 
not the experts. 'fhe experts are simply paid hacks for parties. We are given a sort of legal expose on 
certai11 tOpics, which we should look at. 

For instance, the Mother Teresa that was paraded in front or the people. of course the 
Protestants go, ·' boo." and the Catholics say she' s a saint. But the reality isn' t so much what she was 
doing. The fact is there arc unpleasant facts of life. Because she was looking aficr, or her foundation 
was looking after, children who were physically sick. Some of them were mentally retarded. There 
was a choice paraded before the public, we can either live in U1is illusion of packed meat and 
packaged bodies in funera l homes and clean patients in hospitals, but we don't see the rest of it, or 
we can say these are aspects of life that we have to be involved in our own immediate fam ilies and 
friends and if we don' t do that, the organization of this world, the structure, which is running the 
whole show, will plan our whole lives for us, engineer us, tor the life tbat they want us to have. 

Jackie: Yes. I had a call from one of ow· listeners this evening and he was talkiog exaclly about this; 
that what he has learned is that the changes will occur, family wiU1in family. He said that his son is 
an adult but they are staying together as a fami ly. He said it's been tough. They've given up a lot 
and they've done it because they wanted to. Each individual , thafs where the changes begin. 

Alan: We've got to take the good anti what we think is the bad or the ugly in life, and we either take 
care or it as individuals and famifies or else we "~II be nothing more than little worker bees in tbe 
l1ive re-engineered for a small elite to rule over. We' re. almost tl1ere; we are already, in fact. Or we 
take personal responsibility. That's the choice because life and the care of life, if we do not care 
about others, if' we have no care in us or no love in us, then it"s all over. That's the choice. There 
was a book that came out a few years ago by Alan P. Cottrell called Goethe 's View<>( Evil and the 
Search for a New Image of Man in Our Time. Goethe is a fictional character. (These fictional 
characters, like Shakespeare, go into realities and truths.) It came out in I 982, but here's a portion· 
from it, 'This is the domain of the antichrist treating the world almost exclusively as if it were dead 
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matter, assuming that everything can he weighed, measured, calculated, leading man into a sub­
natural world hidden be low the threshold of sense perception. The order which the forces of the 
antichrist create is not a picLUre of the world in which man is immediately living but a picture of the 
world below man. The worlds of magnetism, electricity, atomic energy, DNA codes, etcetera. Now 
letting th is picture to be painted and casting himself iJl the role of detached observer, man has begun 
to eliminate himself from an active role in earth's evolution. The human will is subverted. even 
enslaved, for with the models that the iJltellects of those enslaved in power project and with the 
information that is gathered from foolproof computers and data processing a tendency develops to 
have the information itself dictate the decision thus eliminating the human being from the process." 
Thai renlly summed up what H.G. Wells and Bemand Russell, et al called "scientific socialism' ' 
We are in scientific social ism right now. It's the scientific and expert handling o r the complete 
human process, the complete society. right down to how many drones or worker bees they need. 

Jack ie: Yes. It's like they said in our global governance; that they really didn't want to rule the 
world. They just wanted to organize life on the planet. 

Alan: Yes. They're so clever and devious in their wording be.cause. wording is everything . 

.Iackie: That's the one thing I have learned from reading all this political garbage. is that they mean 
every single word they say, and they choose their words carefully. 

Alan: Yes, and again we have all the powers of hypnotism there. Tbe media, the TV, the movies to 
gradually (it's not so gradual nowadays, but bit by bit) put us into !he direction they want us to go 
until we hit a certain age and voltuJteer to be euthanizcd. It'll actually seem so sensible to us. 

Jack ie: It' s like someone told us about the " total quality management process." l lc was with Xerox, 
he was a change agent himself. l-Ie said that there wa.~ a meeting at one time and they were going to 
eliminate a department and he said this is how they've got it to where the individual doesn't feel 
that he counts. He 's only a microcosm in the macrocosm. Jle' s a part of the whole. Onee again 
that's so true because on a spi ritual bas is that's true and here in the physical they're creating it. 
Anyway, they had this meeting and they let the managers of the department decide 1vhich 
department would be el imjnated and the lll<'ln who finally came to the conclw;ion th·at it was his 
department that should be eliminated; he eliminated himself from a job. He said it wasn't he who 
was important, it was the group. 

Alan: It was the team, a team player. Yes. TI1ey' ll probably euthanize you with the greatest kindness 
and love in their hearts. 

Jackie: You can have a going-away porty . .Except if you live in another state !!·om where your 
children and grandchildren are they'll just send you a going-away card. The grandchildren will not 
even know their grand parents. 

Alan: Yes. You know so many of them don 't know their grandparents today. They have no idea of 
their personal history or who preceded them and who made them. They don't know. 

Jackie: No, because thal isn't important to them, is it? 

Alan: You must divide and conquer and separate eacb one from the next.

Jackie: From the extended family. You know that was in the New Order of Barharia11s that said we 
will split up the extended family. Then when it's time to euthanizc grandma and grandpa they won't 
care. The children wi ll be tired of supporting them. They'll be relieved and the grandchildren won't 
care hccausc they don't even know them. 

Alan: It will be very sensible that your usefulness is over; it makes sense to them. You sec, these arc 
moral questions and we are not involved in them at all. We haven' t been allowed to be involved in 
them. Until enough people wake up and confront the people who arc doing this. they 'II continue 
taking us right to the slaughterhouse. the aballoir. 

Jackie: Yes, and if you th ink that people could begin to do something abou t it in their own li ves, in 
their nt:ighborhood. and start attending and becoming involved in loca l government, in our own 
backyards and we all have n back yard. 

Alnn: It's thct individuals doing it on their own that co11n1. You sec the group can be inliltratcd and 
swayed so easily. h's the individual thing that you do on a daily basis and the ones that you meet 
and not saying "'it's a nice day'· to keep everyone happy. but speaking your mind. Speaking your 
mind wherever you go and to whomever you're talking to. That's how it has 10 be done. That is also 
part of being conscious. Instead of acting our lives away in a role that somebody else created for us. 

J:•ckie: Don ·1 be tied to the results of what we' rc doing. 

Abn: Absolutely. 

Jackie: When you make up your mind to do something and you do it. miracles happen: it"s just 
unbelievable. it's making that commitment. 

J\lan: AbsoltLtcly. It starts with the individual and not with a group leader. 

Jockie: You have said tha t you are v:illing lo put a newsletter together. 

J\ lon: I'm writing stuff right now. 
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Alan: What I've found is that in all of the major books that arc published by regular publishers. and 
especially right now when we're going into a completely new age, is that by giving truths they then 
come to the end part which they then bend toward the direction they want us tO go. Now the 
Phi losophical Society is the Theosophy Society and it's backed by the Rockefellcrs and all the big 
boys. So by supposedly exposing certain things, !11cy'rc actually leading you into exactl y where 
they want you to be, in the full knowledge that the ones. just like the blue lodge o f Freemasonry. 
wi ll never rise above the bottom ranks but they arc in an order, and they arc having their minds 
shaped. So you have to be ca reful because the new man literal ly will be :munrccognizablc figure ns 
f:tr as humans go. 

They used a term down through the ages to do with the Zodiac and they cal led it The Plan. 
Because they drew up the plan and put it in the heavens. if you like. (You can make your own plan 
up if you want. I mean vou could make any drawing, just attach the dots.) They drew it as a time 
plan and they have been. success1lll with it. On the lower level. they tcll 'you that it is truth which 
can never be changed and they lie about that b.:cause they have changed the zodiac. They had a 
different one in Sumer and they updated it. But the whole thing about Pythagoras calling bimsclf a 
fisher of men and them having a ceremony for the fishers of men in Egypt. They weren't talking 
about water and fish. They were talk ing about pick ing young boys for the priesthood to keep the 
system going. and then they brought it into the Christian dogma. The end one of this age is ro be 
with Aquarius, when the planets arc supposed to be in alignment. It's in about twenty- li ve years and 
th.;n that is to be the announcement of the new man. The new man will not really be a man at all . It 
will be <111 it and there wilJ be different types of sub-i ts below it who will be isolntcd from eocb other 
and each one will be bred like any other bee. That's the symbol of the bee hive. Jt's the perfect 
S()ciery, with a function. You will not be born without a function. It's a horror story. 

Charles Galton Darwin, in Thc1 Next 1\4il1ion Years gave the speeches, compiled the book to 
the United Nations to !11e various British-American scientific c~tablishments, to various 
govermncntal meetings in different countries. He goes on about the lower classes simply being 
superfluous and unnecessary today. There's a value judgment immediately that we exist for 
business and not the other way around; that's o given for them. lie then goes on to mention different 
ways of e liminating the populations and how they would sterilize different people. Now this was in 
1954-56 he gave these speeches. This is ~1ftcr Worl d War 11. where we'd already seen the aflemwth 
of the ucw man, the superman, which you also find in the higher Freemasonic books. The creation 
of the superman is in all of them. even the modern ones. 1l1c supcnnan is not going to be a man. ll's 
to be a difTercnt being and it's to be the completion o f God. according to them. since they are God. 
But Charles Galton Darwin lays it all out there. Another book to read is The Legacy of Mal rhus. I 
think that's even put out by the Simon Wiesenthal Center. That book goes through the vari ous 
characters involved in Theosophy, and the categorization of the different races and peoples and so 
oo. and how (nnd here's the thing that pc.ople must unders tand because we' re compartmentalized 
into e ither tri bes, peoples or nations) the people who run every tribe or nation are all interconnected 
in this is.Jtemational brotherhood and they lose all blood tics once they' re in there. Yet they keep th is 
notion that you are separate from everybody else going. for their own usc. So thev can cause wars, 
eliminate population excess, and so on. 

But in that book it goes through the iJ1dustrial revolution in the various countries and what 
the top statesmen said. The Swiss for instance. and Ireland talks about the el imination of most of 
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the Irish peasantry. They would ha'e to do it according to them. These are the people who went 
down in most of me history books as grea1 heroes and saviors. and in realil)' they were elitist 
monsters beyond anything that we can generally comprehend and yet they all belonged to these 
Masonic Theosophist !;Ocieties worldwide, who literally do believe that they are ultra-elitist. 
reincarnated souls who choose the body they will come back in. They ne,·er explain how they 
happen 10 get the right to choose the body they were bom into. There are so many shapes and so on. 
Rut they do, they really do go th rough ceremonies at the very top which arc to do wi th sexual 
orgies. That shines through time after time in the higher material and yet they c loak it under the 
most respectable phrases and language but regeneration, and they mean that literally, they have 
different meanings in d1e different orders and the further down they go it doesn ' t seem too bad. It's 
only a hint at something. The higher up you go they literally are into regeneration: they call it a 
godly process; that is where the soul rcincorn:ucs. 

Caller: That's why lhcre·s an obelisk in the Vatican. and Christians were sucked into bunnies and 
eggs <11 Easter. 

Alan: Absolutely. The movie Eyes Wide Shut. thcre·s some nudity in it, but again, we have to look 
at what is, in order to understand what is because that movie is the closest thing to what does 
happen at the top, which is so foreign to what we arc given at the bonom, aud yet it definitely has to 
do with regeneration. Every street name in that movie has a meaning, every restaurant name has a 
me:lJling (read them backwards and forwards and so on) and the whole story is based upon a doctor 
who goes through an episode in his life. who because of his condition ing, cannot understand, right 
through th is plot, that he has been set up rrom the beginning, but you have to sec it to understand 
how the ul tra-elite do beha,•e. I used to wonder how they had so many ... they had this brotherhood 
thing, :md how in the Middle Ages and l:llcr on in Bri tain, how d1ey could have these big drunken 
parties lor the nobi lil)' where people literally swapped ''~ves. This is well documented in the older 
history books. They never worried about be ing the father. "Who is my real sonT because you see 
they all claim to be brothers. spiritual which is just as real as d1e body to them. 

Caller: Oh yes, as long as the child isn't of the great unwashed. 

Alan: Yes. That's right They had these huge orgies and swapped the wives and brought them up. 
Now in Canada, I know a family. an inventor in fact, who l used to rent his whole farm at one point 
and he would come up on occasional weekends. lie took his crippled son to a party called Saints 
and Sinners Boll and he hatl employed carct.nkers. young females, to accompany the son, push the 
wheelchair. When they came out o r thei r rooms to go to th is ball, he was dressed like the pope, with 
the front o f the gown so that he could expilse himself. One of the girls was dressed like a nun but 
with nothing on at the back from the waist down. The cri ppled son was dressed up like a harlot, you 
know. with rouge and women's clothing. I thought. well I guess ifs a weird lifestyle and it's 
probably just a party. because they used to go to these masquerades and so on. When they came 
back. I asked the teenagers. the females. what had happened and at the end. when they left (when 
the females left with the son) the hostess and all the rest had taken their clothes off. That is when the 
girls got out 1><..--causc they knew an orgy was beginning. However the inventor and his girlfriend. 
they stayed. They really do tlus stuff. 111ey really do it. you know? 

Caller: In t11at book The Soverei!(ll lndivid11al [James Dale Davidson and Lord William Rees­
Mogg. ) when they were talking about the end of the church-state, they were ta lking about the 
excesses of the time and how (this is around the 1500' s) people really resented the church. They 
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resented the clergy. Nobody vocalized it, but underneath everybody thought they were despicable. 
Kind of like what·s going on right now with our e lected leaders. 

Alan: That is right. 

Caller: They do a comparison through this book. [I think Rces-Mogg was] the Editor-in-Chief of the 
London Times was sitting on the BBC board. He's not a Hy-by-uigbt; I'm sure he's elite of some 
sort. They were ta lking about the excesses and I {(1rget which pope it was. They had orgies. 

Alan: Oh, they had orgies. There was a couple of famous, the Borgias for instance. the Borgia 
lineage, a noble aristocracy when he became the pope, they bad orgies there. 

Caller: Well, this one pope even had an orgy where he would give out pri;r.es lor the people who had 
the most orgasms. 

Alan: Yes. That is correct. 

Caller: They also mention (and this is just a side-note because l used to- he Catholic) why Cathotics 
eat fish on Friday, and it was because the church owned fisheries and the sales were dwindling and 
they had to boost their sales somehow. So they just said, "Guess what? It's a sin now if you don't 
cat fLsh on Friday." The sales went up and of course they eventually lost out because it was too top­
heavy. This book also concludes that our government will be downsized fairly ~oon. 

Alan: Well, yes. Most of it is a show primarily, and as they're downsizing it they're building up the 
U.N. We don't realize how big a bureau of bureaucracy the Uni ted Nations has. They already have 
the structure in place and really we· rc under a global government right now and we only have the 
side-show of the guys supposedly shouting ~1cross the a isles, in the parliaments or whatever. So 
yeah, 1 think dovvnsize is simply a tTansferri ng of those jobs i.nto the United Nations' assembl ies. 

The word U.N. comes f rom Egypt and that is the inner name of the Ioree thal drives the sun. 
They called it un or on; you can call it either. Like Aton, the pharaoh, that was his basic name, the 
one that drives the sun. The one who supposedly gave Ute lhcocracy that all God was one, which is 
what is meant in Arabic "Allah is one." That is what they called it. I t was a name which you could 
almost hardly speak in public, the word on or un. The city which eventually wal; called Heliopolis 
from the Greeks when they came in was called On; that's where Pythagoras and all these characters 
were ini tiated into the higher rnysleries. 

The words we see around us today all mean something if we only stop and recognize them. 
They are symbols and they are ancient symbols. Titey're all symbols of a plan which should be 
obvious to everybody and yet aren't because we' re not taught to analyze what we see. or think, or 
hear, or anything else. The Council on Foreign Relations is CFR, you write that down and you 
speak it; that's what they do. You have caphcr. Capher is a herd driver. They drive the herd. The 
symbol they use is Bootes in the sky, B-0 -0 -T-E-S. You have the Scouish Rite of Freemasonry. 
You wri te it do"11 and forget the spellings, too and Temember they didn' t tL~e vowels very often in 
ancient Li mes so you have Seraphim, the highest order of angels. There· s nothing in all these 
abbreviations that don't mean something, but these characters are wel l aware of what they mean. 

Caller: I've noticed that i.n a lot of the symbology. We have an organization called Junior 
Achievement where they take kids that show promise in building a business and the symbol for that 
is a pyramid, but on the one pyramid there are three steps; to me it's just glaring. 
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Alan: Yes. That's right. 

Cal ler: To most people it's just a symbol. 

Alan: No. Symbols are all-important and we deny 1J1em or disregard them at our own risk. Th<!y·re 
all-important becouse the mind, not cwn the subconscious, the unconscious, s tores all of this and 
works on it. Tbe unconscious will never be quiet. It will always manifest itself through your 0\\n 

behavior. and what you do and your own actions. We· rc taking a language which is ancient and "ell 
understood by the UJ1eonscious and therefore we do take this in and disregard it at our own peril. It's 
everywhere today because they bel ieve they have won. Wr: sec it all the ads, all of th~.:sc crystal~ in 
all o r the ads. we sec the pyramids everywhere, the movies that we get. and the logos. It's all glaring 
m us. e\'Cn 1he phrases that they use and yet we are almost brain-dead; we don't react 10 it, nul in the 
way we should react to it. 

Caller: Yes. that's my conclusion; they're so far along in the plan, they don't care anymore. 

Alan: Yet tha t is when they ' re careless. 

Caller: That's exactly it. I personally believe it's doomed anyway. 

Alan: It' s doomed if' we wan t it to be. 

Caller: Because there are certain things that happen that are just completely out of their control. that 
they don·, have the foresight to sec. and l tl1ink it is divine imerventiorL That God knows in 
advance; he's the one who throws the monkey wrench in. 

Alan: 1 really think tl1erc ·sa truth in here that the fmc of God depends on the fate of man. In other 
words. we arc put here for a reason. It's not al l preordained. I don't believe that at oil, because if it 
were we're robots. Whether you' re pr·o something or against something, you'd be a robot We were 
given consciousness 10 use thm consciousness. The ones who run this world are well aware of that 
and have kept it from us. They've had us tm our knees praying to sometl1ing outside as though there 
was no real contact except when we're on our knees. In real ity no, there's a part of God in 
everybody and that's the soul or spiri t. We're supposed to usc it, and we're supposed to usl! it for 
positive, for what we call the good. The good doesn't mean a selfish good. lf there's no love for 
humanity in the heart. within the soul. the game is over. If we want to love our immediate family 
the game is over. We have to love people.: we've never met, never will meet in generations to come.: 
as well. That is what they mean by being born again. You die to the old, which was important to 
you. and you take on a much bigger desire. 

Caller: Did you know the whole Christian born-again actually means born from above? Tt doesn' t 
mean bom-again. It means born from above, which to me goes back to the time that the angels Jell. 

Alan: Yes. Also in Freemasonry they explain that even more because above was within the skull 
itself. The rebuilding of Solomon's temple is the rebuilding of the ind ividual rn<ll1 ; that is Solomon's 
tc.:mple. The skull is the upper room; the upper room has your temple in the front. It's part of the 
forehead. ·me Jive windows of the soul. where we bring all the input into the organ which is the 
brain or receiver or call it what you want, that helps transmit that which is above 10 that which is 
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below. which is us. We're the m.icrocosm in touch with the macrocosm. So you see there's <t lot of 
trutlt interwoven amongst this web that they've spun. The thirty-three degrees aJe only the columns 
of the spin~ I cord; that's what it means. The sacrum m the bollom literally means the sacred and that 
is what the Freemasons were accused of doing when t.bey were called KnighL~ Templar with 
k i~sing, literally, the anus at the sacrum because the new man will be self-born. out of man. Tha.t is 
what they're going to do. 

Caller: So thaf s where the original ass-kissers were. 

Alan: Yes. That is right. That's it. They claim in all of their books, and this is international. in all of 
the ones l'v.: understood, that man will go back to the time before the htll and they mean before £ve 
was separated from Adam and that is why genetics has been i.n the forefrom with so mucb un limited 
tinancing fbr an awfu l long time. 

C~tller: Before the fall? That would predate hum-ans. 

Alan: That is what. they usc that as a code basically, or another veil to hide the fact that all conflict 
must be removed. In other words. Adam was incomplete when Eve was removed from Adam. That 
i~ what they mean. Jfyou understand the Indian Vedas, and it' s even in the Kabbalah, and you get it 
through all of the J'rccmasonic and Theosophy, the same thing. That the perfection or rebuilding of 
man will occur when man himself, tJ1rougb his own godhood and ingenuity, et cctcm, ct cetera, wi ll 
recreate the new man. The new man wi ll be the hermaphrodite. That's literally what they mean. 
That's one of their biggest secrets. The scary thing is that this is not Hollywnod. This is what they 
have written for thousands and thousands of years . That is what their goal always was, and through 
the acquisition of science, they would achieve it and keep the knowledge to them$elves. 

Caller: Wasn' t Merl in the magician's staff made of holly wood? 

Alan: That was the holly wood, yes. Merlin is noth ing but another rehash of Melchisadech with the 
same symbol because Melchisadech also was supposedly ... here·s the Kabbalistie way that they 
program us for what they want LLS to become. They will say it happened in the past and they'll tell it 
in a mythological fonn. Now once that's implanted in your mind, even through mythology or 
fantasy or whatever. gradually you will accept that certain things are inevitable. That is what they 
do. So they' lltell us what their goal is by saying it happened in the past. ·nmt's how they have done 
it. It's a mirror imaging of our reality and the future is the goal presented as being the past and 
therefore when they say ·' before tJ1e fall, bd(Jre Eve was separated from Adam. when Adam was 
perfect in the image of God," meaning God was a hermaphrodite himself. 'fbat's what they mean.

"We're passing this law because these NGO"s have demanded. The people have spoken.'· NoiJody 
elects these NGO's. They' re created by the trusts corpordtions. That's what the trust corporations 
were created for. So. true grassroots movements generally go under through lack of fw1ding. 

Caller: TI1cre was a guy who opened fi re on someone in Cal ifornia. Someone started doing a check 
for his e-mai l and it turned out it was some NSA (National Security Agency] number in Seattle. So 
he was just another mind-contwllcr who was sent out to do this task. 

Alan: They all do iL 

Caller: So there' ll be more disarmament. 

Alan: WelL they did that in Britain with the Ounblane shooting three or four years ago where the 
guy wa lked into the sehook s•m1c thing, and shot all the chi ldren. 

Caller: I lave you gone back there lately? 

Alan : Not for a lew years. I was back in forth in the beginning l personally could feel the 
despondency in the country. 

Caller: Thai's exactly the word I would use. You know when we went to Edcnburgh, it was during 
festival. and I w-JS just absolutely amazed at the number of teenagers that were junkies on the street. 
To me, I had ne,·er seen anything like that before and I thought, ··What a sh:1me."' 13ecause Scotland 
really, l don' t know if they know what they have there or not. but what a waste. 

Alan: I grew up with all of this beginning. and I realized nothing begins in society by chance. The 
whole music business, which I was involved in, was show biz. Everything was fake. You' d get stars 
with albums that couldn't sing a note and stuff like that.

Caller: Yes, there's something to look forward to. How awful. 

Alan: At the same time she extended the laws on opening hours for the pubs, and then we got a 
massive influx or heroin and cocaine and all the rest of it. hashish and cannabis. That is the 
technique they used to destroy the people and to keep them in a daze because children are happy in 
a daze or they think they are. Rather than having them rampaging through the su·eets. 

Man: Sure. That's what the arena sports arc for, too. 

Alan: Yes. I've got a book here whieb is an insider's book on the Counci l on Foreign Re lations and 
the Royal lnstitute of lntemational Affairs ( 1938.)

Right dO\\lltO where the induSU) would be. and 
it would be based in China. Now. 1 realize that my life. W'dS planned before I was born b) people I 
have never met. If that doesn't get you kind of angry, especially when they go through so much 
trouble to convince you that societi es have all been day-by-day. with this crisis and that crisis. and 
so on. This was all planned long ago. Almost every university in the U.S. and Canada and Britain 
and Austra lia and New Zealand and even India were all present at this, nil professors and po liticians 
and heads of state and so on. I have the speeches here. 

Calle•·: lsn ' t that awfi.tl. 

A lan: They said there will be another war. a Second World War, there wi ll be another war and we 
have decided to back Russia against Germany and (again remember the date) it said it would be 
very good for us as tlte United States would come in on our side and this may happen if Japan were 
to auack the U.S. 

Caller: Y cs. Well, I watched tl1at who le thing going on with Kuwait and that to me was just 
astounding. How all of a sudden somebody who was trained by George Bush and the CIA is now 
the villain and "Oh, they're torturing babies in the neo-natal intensive care units and unplugging 
incubators." All of that was to whip everybody up. 

Alan: Yes, and they did the whole tl1ing in n studio in New York. They used the delegations, the 
dip lomat or the ambassador from Kuwait, his daughter, dressed bcr up in the pcnsant rags and had 
her in th is sort of scene. I mean, they put it even in that movie Wax the Dog. They put it nil in that 
and they began making tl1at movie. remember. before any of that happened. They didn't simply 
write it a week after the event with Bill Clinton and Lewinsky. They had it all wriuen. T mean that 
was laughing at us and telling us '·we are writing the scripts here." 

Man: Well. tl1e bombing in Oklahoma City was already wriuen about by tbe governor's brother. 
He'd already wriuen the book. It was a guy named McVeigh dtat did it. 

Alan: Yes, that's right. Here's definite proof, because we even talked about louos on Jackie's show. 
On July 3'". we have a newsgroup in Canada that's owned by a guy called !Conrad] Black who 
spends most nf his time in London. In the Vancouver Suo, on July the 3rcl . and thi~ was ;mnounced 
on CFRB Radio at 8 pm that night as damage control. came out that morning wilh the resu lts of tbe 
Oregon Lotto live hours before the draw. What they do, because it's very simple, every lotto in 
every country in the world goes in through computers in the store and then it goes to a central 
computer and they can simply punch in the ligures that haven't been selected and select the ones 
that they want. It' s a pay off one of their own boys. That's what they've been doing for years. 
Nothing we see is real. Nothing! 

Caller: I never even thought about that. I've thought about the elections because I know that those 
arc trumped up. 

Alan: It' s so simple. Every lotto number thm you buy goes into the computer in the store and right 
to the central office so they just type up the sequence that hasn' t been picked and decide which 
good buddy of theirs w ill get it. Print up the ticket and that's it.

Caller: So somebody who has done their j ob is going to be allowed to win the g~me. 

AJan: We had a guy again in Vancouver because sec Vancouver is the doonvay to China in the drug 
trade and all the rest of it lie was a rcstaumnt owner who has won the lono four times. His 
restaurant has very few customers but many thousands of dol lars go through his books every week. 
That"s the laundering. ll1afs his pay-off. winning lollo tickeiS. Bob Ray was the premier. like the 
governor, of Ontario up until about four years ago. lie (this was in the Toronto Sun) invited up all 
UH! mobsters from Chicago, the known mobsters, the mafia. that's whot the paper said. llc'd get 
advice from them because Bob Ray wanted casinos way across the province, which he has done. 
The rnalia. You see they are the mafia. 

C-aller: Well , we' ve got a local thing going right now the Indian tribe here in Battle Creek wams to 
put up a cnsino. There's a big campaign to vote no on the casinos. Well. come to find out ifs in a 
township that's not Bail ie Creek proper. It 's Emit Township. If it doesn't go in there, what some of 
the Battle Creek counci l boys h~tvc done i~ that they've prclly much found this o ld lady who lives in 
the area and they bought her property. They annexed it into Ualtle Creek so now the BatUe Creek 
boys are the ones who are fi.mding the "vote no" vote because if it comes imo their bailiwick they're 
going to be making some big serious money. They ' ll have some interest in the casino at that point 
People think. "If I vote no on the casino then there's not going to be a casino." They're wrong. ft's a 
done deaL 

Alan: Everything is corrupt E•·c>tJ•thing. It's not that it's j ust happening. it alwllys was at the lop, it 
always was. We have one ~-et of rules and a reality for the rest of the people and a completely 
different set for the ones at the top. Because they traditionally, throughout the ages have hired their 
own historians. all o f the books paint a d ifferent real ity in g lowing colors with these respectable 
people at the top. TI1c brotherhood at the top has always been gangsterism and thuggery. They 
camouflage it at the bollom witl1 charitable acts. That is the technique. To them there is no right and 
wrong as such, it is only a matter o f application in o direction of torcc. By using opposites. it's the 
law of narurc, night and day and U1e seasons. By providing the opposites or tl1e spokesmen lor the 
opposites and through compromise, they can guide you to whatever direction they \\ish. 

Caller: Back 10 the djalectic. 

Alan: That is righL 1\goin, nobody has '~Tittcn more copiously about this than Plato. 

Caller: I remember reading Plato in high school and being bored to tears. 

Alan: Absolutely. To get to reality you have to s truggle through sruf'f that will put you to sleep. It's 
'~Titten wiU1 an exoteric and an esoteric language, and Plato docs tell you i11 The Republic, and it's 
not just a state. it's a world state run by the guardjans of the ages. Now he v.>asn't putting up a plan. 
l-Ie in fact was telling you how it always had been and even philosophies given from him and others 
were designed to capture the minds of the scholar types or scholarship types that they want to 
sponsor; the ones who like power. Plato would tell you that they would breed people two and half 
thousand years ago. They would breed people eventually for the physical tasks that they had to 
endure. So people f(lr long arn1s and legs were picking apples and short ones were mining. Through 
selecting the mating process and eventually in otl1cr mcnns U1rough the undersmnding of sciences. 
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Well , that's where we arc today. He also said there would be state-registered doctorS "bo 
would go around dccid.ing who to euthanize as being superfluous, and which women \\Ould ~ 
allowed to have chi ldren. which would not. which would be aborted. You're talking ab<.mt 
everything that is here today. lle was a student of Socrates and Pythagoras. whiclt again was the key 
inner mystery school at that time, the Pythagorcait School, and he traveled all over to India again 
and to the Middle East and to Egypt; this was the Rhodes Scholarship o r their time. The people who 
are inducted, for instance, into Oxford University on Rhodes Scholarships must have certain 
qualities or they simply are di~mi~sed.

Cal ler: When l read Carroll Quigley's book hagec~v aud Hope that's what brought it all home to 
me because "\vben I read his description abou t a study or violence and how through the ages you can 
compel obedience from longer distances, when he got into the middle class and his explanation of 
the classes and who the middle cJass is, it just knocked my socks ofr. I' ve never been real 
materialistjc to begin with, but it really opened my eyes at that point and I would tell people when 
they would ta lk about the middle class. 1 would say, "You really don't know what you' re talking 
abouL" They would say, ''Oh yes, we do," and I wou:Id say, ' 'Tell me why you're middle class." lf 
they were talking about how much n10ney you made, "I said that has nothing to do wi th middle 
class. You' re middle class because you have no class, and because you have no cla~s you surround 
yourself witl.t material goods." I'd say. "That's why you' re middle class. You' re totally 
predictable." I include myself in that. J can see that and llmow there are limits. My mom's from 
Scotland, l know what thrift is abom. 

Alan: Again, the key to understanding is to thitlk as an individua l and not as a group, because 
groups arc created, which is part of culture. and culture means your cult. It's created for you by the 
same guys at rhe top who have decided what values you'll have and what type of bee you' ll be. 
Plato even goes through the beehive and calls different categories bees and drones and so on in the 
workers. That is why the beehive was the emblem of Egypt and Napoleon and George Washington 
and so on. The beehive is the perfect society with these p riests at the top hovering around the queen 
and deciding if they'll inseminate her or not to get the offspring going. That is what' s been running 
us up until th is period. Business comes from buzz. To buzz. Business. Shakespeare who supposedly 
introduced all of these new updated words into the language, which when you understand them 
makes a Jot more sense than the way we generally read them, made quips on that. That we arc 
buzzing and when you understand again tltc definitions of a bee and to buzz and the second 
det'inition generally is something that shakes with fear, and that's what we do. We run through our 
lives chasing an illusion and the labor is all grabbed by somebody that you'll never meet. They live 
well on the honey, and you have de-cu ltured honey. That' s what the drones do. These priests lake 
out certain nutrients <md feed it to the workers and it keeps them as workers. 

Caller: I'm in the midd le of doiJtg that right now. There's a book called Rich Dad Poor Dad which 
talks about h.ow his father was a professor and went into state govemmeut work and they never had 
any money growing up, and his friend's dad was an entrepreneur, a hustler, and basically thought a 
little bit differently than most people think. He said he was trained not to be rich and this rich dad 
trained his friend to be rich and did it in some odd ways. lt' s an interesting book. He said that even 
the conversation ar dinner was completely foreign. He said his poor dad was very interesting 



because they would talk about the arts and 111\ISic and so on and at the rich dad's house they would 
talk about how to make money. They would talk about debits. They would talk about credilS. He 
said it was total ly d ifk rent. Since I've been downsized, I've decided there' s two w~ys to not 
succeed and that's to be employed or to be self~employed. So the only W<IY you can do it is either by 
owning your o·wn business or investing. Investing is ultimately the bcller way to go because it 
leave.s you more time to do other things. 

Alan: I've been through all of those things and worked them out for myself. Again, irs a value 
system, what kind of values "~II you put on rourself. I don't in\eSt at all because I realize that's 
part of keeping this system going. It's investment on somebody else's labor in some other country 
for the f11ture, which means their children have got to pay it off. Somcb~)dy must pay off profi t. 
This is an eternal sy~tern. The- key again to control of this planet for thousands and thousands of 
years was first the creation of illusion by priests and then the introdtlction o f money, and money 
itself being !the pri mary thing.] nobody who is into the conspiracies Crom the top ta lks about money 
much beCJusc they enjoy it. But money is the key. At one time lhcy'd have to extort what you grew. 
or the animals that you raised. 1llat was a limn of tribute and that's what they called it. In the 
feudal system, they sent out the sheriffs men and they went all around to the fanns and took your 
ducks and geese and whatever else to feed themselves. but they still had a hard time gening their 
chain-mail and their am10r. So. with the invention of money they really had it made because from a 
fcc. you know feudal, where the word tee comes from, you paid for existing. Now they cal l it taxes. 

Caller: Actually the feuda l system was more forgiving. 

Nan: They also had a certain way to avoid it because at least you had some forest a11d you could 
occasionally sneak some animals in and hide them and bide yourself now and then. But the taxation 
system, coupled with the whole indoctrination proccs.s we're born into and brought up with. can 
only exist with money whether it"s an electronic beep or a coin. it makes no difference really. lt·s a 
mauer of using numbers. Plato goes into that. using numbers, because that's all money is. It's 
another big illusion. It's keeping score and it keeps the slavery system going forever. Somebody 
must pay the piper accord ing to this non-existent law that we take as law called profi t, loss, and 
taxation, owing and investing as well . 

They say investing into comp~mics which are not ever worth the amouut of investment i11 
them, which docs mean that somebody's going to have to work double shifts or for less money to 
give off the profit down the road. li keeps the next generation in that system. There's another truth 
to all of this because. as they say. ··As above. so below. As you sow. so do you reap." In other 
words ifwe·re v:illing to usc that system which we know is wrong for our own personal gain, then 
we or our offspring will suffer. That is a truism: that's a law. It's a natural law. ICs an eternal law. 
As we sow. so shalf we reap. lgnorance is one thing, sowing in ignorance. but so"ing in knowledge 
brings repercussions which we deserve, really. There's no excuse once we understand it. I've gone 
through all these things on a personal basis and said the only thing they can demand from me are 
ta;xes and I can e ither write in a jail cel l or pay the taxes that they demand, which is extort ion. I tell 
them it's extonion. Thars the di fference. I don't care what term they care to call it. Reality is reality 
and a demand from a powerful force against somebody who docs not have a powerful force is 
extonion. No fancy names or phrases will dress it up in my mind to be anything different. 

Caller: You have me rethinking the whole investment thing. 
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Al<m: lt 's rhe law or m1ture and once we begin to excuse rllings in flowery language then we can 
pass anything off as being either necessary or right. ll' s "everybody else does it" or ·-\,1mtever.~ 

But the reali ty is we cannot, on an individual basis say ·'My chi ldren wil l somehow haYe to cope 
with \\lhar I'm doing t(>day and that's too bad because 1 did it too, or 1 was le ft with rhe same 
problem." The tact is I don't wan t my chi ldren to go through this. 

Caller: Well, problems compound anyway. 

Alan: They do, and that's what they mean by the s in of the father is compounded on the seventh 
generation. We keep this going and we can ex.c.use it in every generation, but a s lavery system is a 
slavery system and to invest in a slavery system creates slavery for the future. This system is so well 
done and controlled. Under the g\1isc of respectabil ity the monsters lurk. It 's all presented with 
language which misleads us. because language is full of symbols and they can give you Oowers or 
they can give you skulls . That's how it's done. They dress up the skuiJ unti l you don' t see it with 
the flowers. 

Caller: That's criticism and prai$e, too. 

Alan: Yes. This is a whole i llusion that we·~e living on. In the 1930's, (and I have the original book 
here) the CFR and Royal Institute had it right down to the quota of Chinese they would bring into 
Canada by the millennium as a bridge towards the three trading blocks of the Pacific Rim, a united 
.Europe and a united Americas. When they discussed a thing called N/\FTA a nd GA n ·, it was only 
presented to the public openly as a thing that was j ust happening in the 1990's. I mean. I'm not 
kidding 1n yself tbat I'm tree. No. The whole of mankind was decided behind locked doors a long 
time ago, and it sti ll is being decided in tl1e same way for the ne:-.1 fifty to one hundred years. So tbat 
is where we have to come out from. They even had breeding experiments to find the ideal 
populatiOJ1 that they could control and they used Jlawaii for i.t.
