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PREFACE 

'  If  it  be  true  that  good  wine  needs  no  bush,  'tis  true  that  a  good  play  needs 
no  epilogue:  yet  to  good  wine  they  do  use  good  bushes;  and  good  plays 

prove  the  better  by  the  help  of  good  epilogues.'  Even  so  this  story  seems  to 
demand  a  foreword,  not  because  of  its  excellence  or  lack  thereof,  but  be- 

cause of  the  unusualness  of  the  subject. 

Thirty  years  ago  a  large  part  of  this  collection  was  bought  from  George 

Clulow,  F.R.G.S.,  an  Englishman  who  was  an  authority  on  the  subject, 

and  whose  group  of  both  the  cards  themselves  and  books  pertaining  to 

them  and  their  use  is  acknowledged  to  be  one  of  the  most  complete  and 

scholarly  that  has  ever  been  gathered  together,  containing  many  examples 

that  are  unique.  Additions  have  been  made  from  time  to  time,  until  the 

collection  now  numbers  more  than  a  thousand  different  examples  of  cards, 

and  nearly  as  many  books. 

Aside  from  their  interest  to  artists  and  craftsmen  who  can  appreciate  the 

virtue  of  these  things  as  rare  and  often  lovely  examples  of  early  printing 

and  etching  and  engraving,  there  is  a  very  human  appeal. 

They  are  a  gay  and  intimate  little  by-road  into  the  past.  Their  mission 
has  been  to  seek  and  dispense  pleasure  and  there  is  little  of  grimness  or 

tragedy  in  their  story.  It  leads  from  the  far-away  Venice  of  the  Doges 

with  its  busy  port,  through  soldiers'  camps,  pausing  at  feudal  courts,  and  at 
a  snatch  of  Romany  song,  wandering  through  the  countryside  with  a  gypsy 

band.  And  if  occasionally  it  strayed  before  a  frowning  cathedral  where  a 

somber  monk  demanded  that  all  tric-tracs  and  dice  and  cards  and  other 

worldly  vanities  be  consigned  to  the  flames,  it  was  only  that  a  gentle  bro- 
ther in  the  monastery  on  the  hill  or  the  patient  craftsman  in  the  village 

below  might  furnish  them  anew.  It  found  its  way  to  ancient  seats  of  learn- 
ing and  aided  and  abetted  many  a  roving  mountebank  at  the  crossroads. 

In  the  palace  of  the  queen  where  the  court  played  at  games  with  strange 

names,  often  with  cards  of  rare  delicacy,  a  little  silk-clad  prince  learned  his 
lessons  from  other  cards,  especially  made  for  him.  And  if  an  excessive  duty 

depressed  the  card-makers,  it  led  to  the  delightful  adventure  of  smuggling 
their  wares  over  the  Pyrenees  into  waiting  Spain,  or  across  the  rivers  into 
the  Low  Countries. 

The  excellent  Christopher  Sower  at  his  press  in  Germantown  made  re- 

ligious playing  cards  in  1744  —  three  hundred  and  eighty-one  to  a  set  — 

for  his  good  brethren.  And  an  ennuied  and  storm-bound  and,  alas,  back- 

sliding citizen  of  Nantucket,  despairing  of  getting  cards  from  the  manu- 
factory in  Boston,  was  reduced  to  making  his  own. 
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The  trail  goes  on  and  on.  The  old  cards  are  to  be  found  in  the  historical 

societies  in  this  country,  just  as  they  are  in  the  print  collections  throughout 

Europe,  usually  as  examples  of  early  printing  or  engraving  rather  than  as 
cards.  There  are,  besides,  card  collections  at  the  Librairie  Nationale,  at  the 

British  Museum,  at  Dresden,  Munich,  Nuremberg,  and  Vienna,  and  at  our 

own  National  Museum  in  Washington.  Of  private  collections  there  are 

many  in  Europe;  the  Queen  of  Spain  is  said  to  have  one,  and  we  know  of 

three  in  this  country,  one  of  which  was  recently  given  to  Harvard. 

On  a  cold  March  morning  in  New  York,  the  trail  seemed  to  have  ended 

despairingly  among  the  towering  walls  and  in  the  rush  of  the  city.  Yet  just 
around  the  corner  were  Alexander  Anderson  wood  blocks  that  he  had  made 

for  card  wrappers,  and  which  had  waited  more  than  a  hundred  years  to  be 

discovered  —  a  pre-cigar-store  Indian,  a  state  seal,  an  early  American  ver- 
sion of  Harry  VIII,  and  the  sea  fight  of  the  gallant  Decatur.  There  are 

small  Spanish  cards  stenciled  in  yellow,  made  in  the  fifties,  that  might  be 

part  of  a  Mark  Twain  story,  and  Thackeray  made  cards  for  himself,  with  a 

story  or  verse  for  each  one.  It  is  a  long  tale,  to  quote  'Alice,'  that  grows 

'curiouser  and  curiouser,'  a  good  game,  and  a  joyous  and  sun-dappled  road 
to  yesterday. 

In  our  search  for  records  of  American  playing  cards  and  their  makers,  we 

have  received  valuable  help  from  Mr.  U.  A.  Slade,  the  Library  of  Congress;

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A  HISTORY  OF  PLAYING  CARDS 

CHAPTER  I 

INTRODUCTORY 

The  history  of  playing  cards  is  not  only  the  record  of  the  persistence  of  a 

fifteenth-century  craft,  practically  unchanged  in  its  essential  aspects,  but 
the  story  of  the  universal  trait  of  human  nature,  the  allure  of  chance, 

which  is  as  characteristic  of  the  Far  East  as  it  is  of  our  own  country,  and 

was  as  alive  thousands  of  years  ago  as  it  is  to-day.  And  for  its  gratification 
throughout  the  centuries  it  has  employed  the  artists  and  craftsmen  of  all 

lands  and  times  —  painters,  and  makers  of  missals  and  beautifully  illumi- 
nated manuscript,  workers  in  wood  block  and  engravers  of  metal  and  stone 

and  finally  the  printer  and  his  press;  so  that  its  story  embodies  the  romance 

of  all  of  these,  and  makes  them  intimate  and  understandable  things  which 

bring  the  old  past  very,  very  near. 

Just  how  far  back  into  the  past  the  history  of  playing  cards  goes,  no  one 

can  say  with  certainty.  But  we  are  indebted  to  Mr.  Stewart  Culin,  Direc- 
tor of  the  Brooklyn  Museum,  for  the  most  interesting  researches  on  this 

subject.  He  believes  that  both  chess  and  cards  are  derived  from  the  divina- 
tory  use  of  the  arrow,  and  that  they  represent  the  two  principal  methods  of 

arrow  divination.  The  basis  of  the  divinatory  systems  from  which  games 

have  arisen  is  the  classification  of  all  things  according  to  the  Four  Direc- 
tions. This  method  is  universal  among  all  primitive  peoples  in  Asia  and 

America.  In  order  to  classify  objects  and  events  which  did  not  in  them- 
selves reveal  their  proper  assignment,  resort  was  had  to  magic.  Our  present 

games  are  thje  survivals  of  these  magical  processes.  The  identity  of  the 

games  of  Asia  and  America  may  be  explained  because  of  their  common 

object  and  the  identity  of  the  mythic  concepts  underlying  them  which 

appear  to  be  universal. 

As  an  example,  we  may  take  the  national  game  of  Korea,  called  Nyout, 

which  is  played  by  moving  objects  used  as  men,  around  a  circle,  according 

to  throws  made  with  sticks  about  eight  inches  long,  used  as  dice.  On  the 

fifteenth  day  of  the  first  month,  this  game  is  still  used  for  divination.  Early 

in  this  month,  a  small  book  is  sold  in  the  markets  of  Seoul,  *  Correct  Planet 

Rule,'  which  carefully  explains  the  meaning  of  all  combinations  of  numbers 
thrown,  in  Chinese  characters  and  Korean  text.  The  names  of  the  throws 
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are  neither  Chinese  nor  Korean,  however,  but  belong  to  the  language  of  the 

mountain  peoples  to  the  west.  This  very  fact  opens  long  vistas  of  possibili- 
ties into  the  dim  past.  It  does  not 

seem  improbable  that  those  earliest 

men,  whoever  they  may  have  been, 

who  crossed  those  vast  plains  of  Mon- 
golia and  camped  beside  its  lakes,  ages 

before  the  beginning  of  history,  may 

have  used  the  same  method  for  4  mak- 

ing magic'  and  determining  their 
course  in  that  ancient  world,  so  fraught 

with  great  and  terrible  dangers.  Prim- 
itive man  tossed  his  arrows  into  the 

magic  ring  which  he  had  drawn  on 

the  ground  with  the  proper  rites  and 

incantations.  And  who  can  say  that 

some  power  higher  than  the  stars  did 
not  direct  their  flight,  and  bring  him 

in  safety  to  his  journey's  end? 
Our  American  Indians  used  their  ar- 

rows in  the  same  way,  and  in  many 

instances  the  gaming  sticks,  which 

supplanted  them,  are  still  feathered. 

Pachisi  of  our  childhood,  backgam- 

mon, the  Game  of  Goose,  which  first  flourished  in  sixteenth-century 
Florence,  and  even  chess,  are  direct  descendants  of  these  old  rites. 

Coming  down  many,  many  centuries  from  those  most  high  and  far-off 
times,  we  find  the  Egyptian  civilization.  In  the  sculptures  of  Beni  Hassan, 

on  the  east  bank  of  the  Nile,  are  pictured  players  at  draughts  and  at  mora, 

a  game  which  is  still  played  in  the  East.  These  sculptures  were  made  in 

1740  b.c,  at  the  time  of  Joseph.  And  from  the  tomb  of  Tut-anhk-amen 

has  recently  come  an  inlaid  and  ivory  gaming  board  of  practically  the  same 

period. 

Following  the  Biblical  narrative  through  the  Exodus,  we  come  again  to 

the  old,  old  idea:  'And  the  Lord  spake  unto  Moses,  Aaron  shall  cast  lots  on 
the  two  goats,  and  the  one  on  which  the  lot  falleth,  he  shall  be  the  scape- 

goat.' And  later,  on  the  threshold  of  the  promised  land,  '  Joshua  cast  lots 
for  them  before  the  Lord.'  There  is  no  trace  of  ordinary  games  of  chance 
or  hazard  among  the  Hebrews,  and  it  was  not  until  after  the  Exile  that 

the  Greek  games  were  introduced  by  the  Herodian  princes. 

Both  Herodotus  and  Plutarch  mention  dice  repeatedly,  and  in  the 

British  Museum  are  draughtsmen  and  dice  of  the  Roman  period,  so  simple

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in  design  that  they  must  have  been  copied  from  those  in  use  at  a  much 
earlier  time. 

In  1694,  the  learned  Thomas  Hyde,  Professor  of  Arabic  at  Oxford,  and 
librarian  of  the  Bodleian,  wrote  his  important  work  on  Oriental  games  and 
the  history  of  chess.  Much  of  this  is  a  direct  translation  from  the  Oriental 

writers  who  were  his  authorities,  and  there  are  many  quotations  in  the 
original  languages.  In  spite  of  the  difficulty  of  the  text,  it  is  a  most  inter- 

esting and  enlightening  volume,  and  there  are  delightful  plates  showing 
the  variations  of  the  chess  board  and 

men  in  Arabia,  Persia,  India,  and  China. 

The  very  name  of  the  book,  '  Mandra- 

gorias,'  or  'Mandrake  Play,'  is  the  In- 
dian name  for  chess.  According  to 

Dr.  Hyde,  chess  was  the  invention  of 

Nassir  Daher  in  India,  about  the  year 

a.d.  500,  and  was  first  played  in  Persia  at 

the  court  of  the  great  Cosru,  in  the  mid- 
dle of  the  century.  It  reached  China  at 

about  the  same  time.  From  his  preface 

we  infer  that  he  had  in  preparation  a 

'Historia  Chartiludii,'  and  it  is  un- 
fortunate that  nothing  more  is  known 

of  this  proposed  treatise.  Such  an 

Oriental  view  of  the  history  of  playing 

cards  would  be  of  the  greatest  interest 

to-day. 

A  little  over  a  hundred  years  after  the 

publication  of  Dr.  Hyde's  book,  Mr. 
Christie,  of  London,  wrote  his  equally 

scholarly  series  of  essays  concerning '  An 
Inquiry  into  the  Antient  Greek  game 

supposed  to  have  been  invented  by 

Palamedes,  antecedent  to  the  Siege  of  Troy;  with  Reasons  for  believing 

the  same  to  have  been  known  from  remote  antiquity  in  China,  and 

progressively  improved  into  the  Chinese,  Indian,  Persian  and  European 

Chess,'  in  which  he  shows,  with  many  quotations  from  the  classics  and 
from  the  work  of  Dr.  Hyde,  that  chess,  instead  of  being  the  invention 

of  one  man,  was  a  gradual  development  throughout  many  centuries  of  a 

game  played  by  the  shepherds  of  western  Asia  before  the  days  of  Homer. 

It  was  played  with  pebbles  in  a  square  divided  by  certain  lines.  In  the 

center  of  the  square  was  a  small  figure  of  a  sheepfold,  in  which  the  pebbles 

were  kept.  He  shows  how  the  later  Greek  game  of  Petteia  was  played  on  a

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board  similarly  marked,  and  how  like  its  moves  were  to  those  in  the  game 

of  chess.  This  is  the  game  which  is  supposed  to  have  been  played  by  the 

Grecian  leaders  at  the  siege  of  Troy. 
The  Ludus  Latrunculorum  of  the  Romans  was  a  much  later  form  of 

Petteia,  which,  like  many  other  things  which  passed  from  Greece  to  Rome, 

lost  much  of  its  ingenuity  and  luster.  This  Roman  game  was  a  form  of 

draughts,  and  it  is  thought  that  the  Roman  soldiers  took  it  into  Germany 

and  France  and  Spain.  More  detailed  accounts  of  this  and  other  games 

of  the  Romans  are  to  be  found  in  '  Itali  ed  altri  Strumenti  Lusori  degli 

Antichi  Romani,  descritti  da  Francesco  de'  Ficoroni,'  a  vellum-bound 

volume  published  in  Rome  in  1734,  and  'Monumenta  Latina  Postuma 

Josephi  Averani,'  Florence,  1769. 
Meanwhile,  the  game  of  pebbles,  Petteia,  seems  to  have  flourished  in 

Asia  through  many  centuries.  Very  gradually  its  form  changed  somewhat, 

and  the  sheepfold  became  a  mound,  or  barrier,  or  dividing  line,  and  the 

game  assumed  a  military  aspect;  while  the  idea  of  shelter  or  inviolability 

that  had  attached  to  the  sheepfold  became  an  attribute  of  one  of  the  pieces 

used  in  play,  a  characteristic  of  the  king,  in  chess  to-day. 
It  is  supposed  that  the  game  was  taken  into  China  by  an  outcast  race  of 

Hindus  who  settled  in  the  provinces  north  of  the  Hoang-ho.  South  of  the 
river  lived  the  Tartars,  and  the  struggles  between  the  two  seem  to  have 

been  pictured  in  the  game  they  played.  Certain  it  is  that  the  river  dividing 

the  opposing  forces  is  still  shown  on  the  Chinese  chess  board. 



CHAPTER  II 

CHINESE  AND  JAPANESE  PLAYING  CARDS 

The  earliest  playing  cards  were  undoubtedly  Chinese.  Again  it  is  Mr. 

Culin  who  alone  speaks  authoritatively  on  the  subject.  He  says:  'Play- 
ing cards  existed  in  China  in  or  before 

the  twelfth  century,  were  introduced  into 

Europe  from  China  in  the  thirteenth  cen-

All  games  appear  to 

have  their  roots  in  more  or  less  primitive 

conditions,  and  to  have  so  grown  up  from 

these  conditions  that  it  is  impossible  to  say 

that  any  individual  was  their  inventor.' 
In  this  connection  it  is  interesting  to 

note  that  the  Korean  playing  cards  always 

bear  a  pictured  arrow  on  their  backs, 

flaunting  their  lineage  from  the  ancient 
rites  of  the  feathered  arrow  and  the  magic 

ring.  The  Korean  cards  are  narrow  strips 

of  oiled  paper  about  seven  and  five  eighths  inches  long,  and  half  an  inch 

wide.  There  are  ten  cards  in  each  of  the  eight  suits,  men,  fish,  crows, 

pheasants,  antelopes,  stars,  rab- 
bits, and  horses.   Mr.  Culin  be- 

lieves these  Korean  cards  to 

be  the  ancestors  of  the  Chinese

ones. 

These  Chinese  cards  were  copied  from  Chinese  notes,  paper  money  which 

originated  in  the  Tang  Dynasty  (618-908),  some  of  which  still  survives.

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delightfully  illustrated  by  Hokusai.  His  portrayal  of  the  robber  band,  with 

their  flaming  torches,  and  of  the  red  palace,  with  its  sealed  doors,  among 

the  black  pines  of  the  mountain-side,  give  it  a  charm  all  its  own. 
To  the  Chinese,  these  cards  with  the  curious  little  portraits  are  known 

as  the  'thirty-six  celestial  generals  and  the  seventy-two  earthly  malig- 

nants,'  and  they  are  believed  to  bear  so  powerful  and  magic  a  charm  that 
they  are  placed  on  the  coffins  of  their  dead. 

Mr.  Culin  says  that  the  terminology  of  Chinese  games  is  made  up  of  slang, 

and  is  highly  elusive.  These  little  money-derived  cards  are  called  4kwan 

p'ai,'  'stick  cards,'  or  'ma  tseuk,'  'hempen  birds'  or  'sparrows.'  These 
cards  are  used  to  play  two  types  of  games ;  in  one,  the  cards  form  certain 

winning  combinations,  and  in  the  other,  the  higher  cards  take  the  lower. 

In  the  south  of  China  are  similar  money-derived  cards.  Here,  however, 

a  pack  consists  of  four  sets

The  Flower  Game  is  really  the  calendar  of  Old  Japan.  There  are  four  cards  for  each  of 
the  twelve  months.  These  are  the  first  three  months:  first  month,  the  pine;  second  month, 
the  plum  blossom;  third  month,  the  cherry  blossom.  The  first  two  cards  in  each  month  count 
one  apiece.  The  third  shows  a  Tanjaku,  or  little  verse,  fluttering  in  the  frosty  pines,  and 
among  the  windy  plum  blossoms,  and  from  the  gay  cherry  bough.  This  card  counts  five 
points.  The  fourth  card  is  the  honor  card,  and  counts  sometimes  ten  and  sometimes  twenty. 
It  bears  the  emblem  of  the  flower  festival  of  each  particular  month,  or  of  the  old  legend  con- 

nected with  it.  The  first  is  the  pine  and  the  stork,  the  second  the  plum  and  the  singing  bird, 
and  the  third  the  cherry  and  the  curtain.

THE  WINTER  CHERRY 

A  game  borrowed  from  sixteenth-century  Portuguese  adventurers.  There  are  four 
suits  of  twelve  cards  each  and  the  Portuguese  suit  signs  of  cups,  swords,  coins,  and 
batons  are  plainly  discernible.  The  cards  shown  are  the  five  of  cups,  the  two  of 
swords,  the  nine  of  coins,  and  the  six  of  batons.  The  three  court  cards  of  each  suit  — 
the  sota,  caballero,  and  rey  —  on  the  lower  line  are  not  so  easy  to  distinguish. 
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Mr.  Culin's  catalogue  of  'Chess  and  Playing  Cards'  in  the  'Report  of  the 
United  States  National  Museum'  for  1896. 

In  Japan  the  cards  are  soft-colored  and  lovely  little  prints,  as  whimsical 
and  engaging  as  the  names  of  the  games  they  are  used  to  play.  There 

are  the  poetry  games,  founded  on  the  old  romances;  the  flower  game,  with 

the  twelve  flowers,  by  whose  names  the  twelve  months  are  known  in  Japan ; 

this  is  one  of  the  most  common  games,  as  well  as  one  of  the  most  charming. 

A  pack  consists  of  forty-eight  cards,  showing  the  flower  for  each  montl* 
in  four  different  phases ;  usually  these  cards  are  about  one  and  three  fourths 

by  one  and  one  fourth  inches,  though  we  have  a  set  that  are  only  one  inch 

long  and  half  an  inch  wide,  but  are  charming  and  perfect  miniature 

prints.   Each  print  is  mounted  on  heavy  black  cardboard. 

PAPER-MAKING  IN  OLD  JAPAN 

The  Winter  Cherry,  with  its  suit  marks  of  red  balls,  is  the  gambling 

game  of  Japan ;  there  is  also  the  game  of  Ancient  Plays,  with  portraits  of 

seventeenth-century  actors  from  the  rare  and  famous  old  prints;  and  the 
Song  Game. 

As  early  as  the  seventh  century  they  were  making  wood-block  prints  in 
the  Buddhist  monasteries  in  Japan,  and  pilgrims  to  the  shrines  were  given 

small  ones  as  mementoes  of  their  journeyings.  So  slips  of  that  wonderful 

early  paper  with  its  mystic  markings,  'like  ripples  on  the  surface  of  a 

stream,'  may  have  been  used  then  as  now  to  play  those  games  which  have 
come  down  unchanged  through  the  centuries.  Certain  it  is,  that  no  people

cards  as  into  everything  that  pertains  to  their  everyday  life.

CHAPTER  III 

PLAYING  CARDS  OF  INDIA 

One  of  the  oldest  theories  as  to  the  origin  of  European  playing  cards  was 

that  they  were  brought  from  India  by  wandering  fortune-telling  gypsies, 
and  in  substantiation  of  this  claim  are  pointed  out  interesting  analogies 

between  the  Indian  game  and  the  Spanish  game  of  Hombre,  and  between 

the  Indian  suit  signs,  and  those  of  the  Italian  and  Spanish  cards.  Mr. 

Culin,  however,  who  is  our  best  authority  on  the  cards  of  these  Eastern 

countries,  feels  sure  that  the  Indian  cards  were  inspired  by  those  of  Europe. 

They  are  round  painted  or  lacquered  discs  of  thin  wood  or  cotton  fiber 

paper  or  ivory,  and  are  used  to  play  a  game  called  'Ganjifa.'  They  are 
curiously  different  from  the  cards  of  any  other  country. 

We  know  that  Godfrey  of  Bouillon,  returning  from  the  First  Crusade, 

brought  with  him  chess  which  had  found  its  way  from  India  into  the  Holy 

Land.  And  it  has  been  suggested  that  the  Indian  cards  were  possibly  first 

used  upon  chess  boards,  instead  of  the  usual  chess  men,  to  play  chess,  a 

game  of  pure  skill.  And  that  later  games  of  chance  evolved. 

We  have  a  set  of  these  lacquered  cards  from  Jaipur,  in  a  lacquered  box, 

which  might  have  been  so  used.  They  are  only  an  inch  in  diameter,  and 

from  their  workmanship  are  probably  of  the  eighteenth  century. 

Another  early  series  is  unusual  in  having  the  background  of  all  of  the 

cards  of  the  same  color,  a  soft  buff.  Usually  a  different  color  is  used  for 

each  suit,  vivid  reds,  greens,  yellows,  and  shades  of  orange,  rich  browns 

and  blacks,  and  deeper  tones  of  red  and  green. 

There  are  either  eight  or  ten  suits  in  a  set  of  these  Indian  cards;  twelve 

cards  to  each  suit,  consisting  of  numerals  from  one  to  ten  and  two  court 

cards.  One  of  the  court  cards  of  each  suit  represents  one  of  the  ten  Incarna- 
tions of  Vishnu,  and  the  other  shows  some  incident  connected  with  this 

particular  incarnation;  while  the  suit  signs  are  symbols  of  the  incarnation 

represented. 
The  ten  Incarnations  and  usual  suit  marks  are : 

1.  Matsya  the  Fish,  which  towed  the  ship  containing  Menu  (Noah), 

his  family,  and  the  creatures  saved  from  the  Deluge.  Suit  of  Fish. 

2.  Kourma  the  Tortoise,  on  which  rested  the  mountain  that,  revolved 

by  the  serpent  Sesha,  greatly  disturbed  the  sea,  and  produced  the 
Fourteen  Gems.  Suit  of  Tortoises. 

3.  Varah  the  Boar,  who  came  to  destroy  the  giant  Hiranyakcha.  Suit 
of  Boars.

Ceylon.  He  won  his  wife  Sita  in  a  contest  with  arrows.  Suit  of 

Arrows.  We  have  a  series  in  which  the  suit  sign  for  this  Avatar  is 

monkeys,  perhaps  because  of  this  monkey  king  of  Ceylon,  who  built 

the  bridge  across  the  sea  from  the  mainland  to  his  island. 

8.  Krishna  the  Black,  the  most  popular  of  all  the  Incarnations,  and 

believed  to  be  the  perfect  manifestation  of  Vishnu,  whose  emblem 

is  the  Chakra  or  quoit  of  lightning  which  he  hurled  at  his  enemies. 

Suit  of  Quoits.  Sometimes  this  is  the  suit  of  Cows,  because  the 

youthful  Krishna  lived  with  the  cowherds. 

9.  Buddha  the  Enlightened,  who  sits  upon  his  shell-shaped  throne  in 
meditation.  The  suit  of  Shells.  In  several  series  the  suit  sign  is 

umbrellas,  emblems  of  kingly  rank. 

10.  Kalki,  the  White  Horse,  the  Incarnation  to  come,  when,  with  sword 

in  hand,  Vishnu  will  sweep  triumphant  through  the  world,  destroy- 
ing all  the  powers  of  darkness.  Suit  of  Swords,  sometimes  Horses. 

There  are  many  variations  of  these  suit  signs  and  they  are  often  exceed- 
ingly hard  to  recognize.  It  is  interesting  to  see  how  many  of  these  are 

symbols  in  similar  stories  of  the  Scythians,  which  persisted  in  the  legends 
and  rites  in  Greece. 
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Most  of  these  Indian  cards  come  in  wooden  boxes  as  gayly  lacquered  and 

as  elaborately  decorated  as  the  cards  themselves,  with  pictures  of  the 
Incarnations  on  the  sides  and  lid.

These  are  the  two  court  cards  and  the  one  of  sabers 

Some  of  them  are  quite  large,  to  accommodate  the  later  cards  which  are 

from  three  to  three  and  three  quarters  inches  in  diameter,  and  decorated 
with  intricate  borders. 

An  incomplete  series  of  early  painted  cards  which  we  have  lack  all  the 

usual  detail,  but  more  than  make  up  in  interest  because  of  the  unusual 

animation  of  the  honors.  Vishnu  appears  variously  upon  a  white  horse,  on 

a  gayly  caparisoned  black  elephant,  on  a  golden  lion,  and  on  a  piebald 

camel.  These  cards  are  one  and  seven  eighths  inches  in  diameter  and  the 

only  ones  we  have  without  the  bright  lacquer  finish. 

We  have  a  late  series,  which  bear  the  European  suit  signs  of  hearts,

These 

are  probably  cards  which  were  made  by  Camoin  et  Cie.  of  Marseilles,  late 

in  the  nineteenth  century. 

Then,  too,  there  are  the  Persian  cards,  which  come  with  a  great  variety 

of  interesting  suit  signs  and  designs,  and  are  used  to  play  the  game  of 

Ganjifa.  Often  these  cards  are  veritable  little  miniatures  of  exquisite 

workmanship  and  coloring,  sometimes  being  painted  on  ivory.  There  is  no 

mention  of  these  cards  in  the  '  Arabian  Nights '  and  it  is  impossible  to  say 
just  when  they  made  their  advent  into  Bagdad.

CHAPTER  IV 

PLAYING  CARDS  IN  FRANCE 

However  playing  cards  may  have  found  their  way  into  Europe,  and 

whatever  country  may  first  have  used  them,  it  is  in  France  that  their 

actual  history  begins.  For  in  1392,  in  the  register  of  the  Chambre  des 

Comptes  of  Charles  VI  of  France,  there  is  an  entry  of  the  royal  treasurer 

of  moneys  paid  one  Jacquemin  Gringonneur,  painter,  for  three  games  of 

cards  'in  gold  and  diverse  colours,  ornamented  with  many  devices,  for  the 

diversion  of  our  lord,  the  King.'  Seventeen  of  these  strange  old  painted 
cards  survive  in  the  Bibliotheque  Nationale  at  Paris.  They  are  atouts  from 

a  pack  of  tarots,  as  this  early  European  game  of  cards  was  called.  These 

atouts  or  high  cards  are  believed  to  have  been  brought  from  the  East  by 

fortune-telling  gypsies,  outcast  tribes  of  India  who  made  their  way  through 
Persia  and  Arabia  and  Egypt  into  Italy.  This  would  seem  a  plausible 

theory,  excepting  that  these  gypsies  did  not  appear  in  Europe  in  consider- 
able numbers  until  the  fifteenth  century,  while  these  cards  are  known  in 

France  and  Flanders  and  the  Low  Countries,  in  Germany  and  in  Italy, 

before  1350.  In  a  tarot  series,  in  addition  to  the  customary  fifty-two  cards, 

there  are  four  cavaliers  or  mounted  valets  besides  the  twenty-two  high 
cards.  These  last  are  supposed  to  have  been  taken  from  an  Egyptian  book 

of  hieroglyphics  containing  the  principles  of  an  ancient  mystic  philosophy 

in  a  series  of  emblems  and  symbolic  figures. 

Many  explanations  and  interpretations  have  been  written  of  these 

strange  cards;  the  best  known  and  most  elaborate  working  out  of  their 

meaning  and  origin  is  in  a  book  written  by  Court  de  Gebelin  in  1781.  It  is 

an  infinitely  involved  theory,  but  is  interestingly  commented  upon  by 

Singer  in  his  'Researches  into  the  History  of  Playing  Cards  and  Printing.' 
Curiously  enough  the  titles  of  these  atouts  even  in  the  Italian  and  German 

packs  are  always  in  French,  and  often  the  spelling  is  execrable.  This  is 

another  mystery,  because  France  was  the  first  country  to  discard  them, 

and  it  is  only  in  Italy  and  Germany  and  Switzerland  and  Austria  and 

Bohemia  and  Hungary  that  they  are  found  to-day.

Le  Pape  and  La  Papesse  are  supplanted  by  Le  Grandpretre  and  La  Grandpretresse.  Hebrew  letters 
or  numbers  were  sometimes  painted  on  the  atouts  of  early  Italian  tarot  packs.  These  characters  were 
in  themselves  symbolic,  their  significance  being  the  same  as  that  of  the  picture  on  the  card.

The  ninth,  L'Ermite,  is  almost  an  exact  copy  of  a  little  German  woodcut  of  1550  picturing  Saint 
Jude.  The  meaning  ascribed  to  this  card  is  protection  and  kindliness.  The  Hebrew  letter  corre- 

sponding to  it  is  Teth,  meaning  a  shelter,  or  place  of  safety.  The  twelfth  atout,  La  Prudence,  takes 
the  place  of  the  usual  Le  Pendu,  and  it  is  rather  interesting  to  know  that  prudence  is  one  of  the  at- 

tributes of  that  most  uncomfortable  card.

The  fifteenth  is  usually  Le  Diable,  typifying  everything  evil.  The  eighteenth,  La  Lune,  lacks  the  mystic 
and  sinister  quality  of  the  conventional  design,  and  looks  more  like  an  illustration  for  an  JEsop  fable.

These  tarot  cards  are  always  quite  large.  There  are  beautiful  facsimiles 

of  these  Charles  VI  atouts  in  'Jeux  de  Cartes  Tarots  et  de  Cartes 

Numerates '  published  in 
Paris  by  the  Societe  des 

Bibliophiles  Frangais  in 

1844.  Only  thirty-two 
copies  of  this  book  were 

issued,  and  these  illustra- 
tions are  hand  illumined. 

We  have  twenty-one 
of  the  atouts  of  a  tarot 

series,  presumably  of  the 

early  eighteenth  century. 

They  are  conspicuous  be- 
cause of  their  small  size, 

being  only  one  and  seven 

eighths  by  three  and 

three  eighths  inches.  The 

designs,  which  are  from 

copper  plates  and  the 

coloring  which  is  done 

by  hand,  are  typically 

French.  There  is  a  light- 

ness and  grace  about  the  little  figures  which  is  not  characteristic  of  the 

tarots  of  any  country.    The  two,  instead  of  being  La  Papesse,  is  Le

Jupiter  and  Juno  replace  the  usual  Pape  and  Papesse  in  most  of 
the  tarots  of  southern  France

These  are  the  twenty-first,  twenty-eighth,  thirty-first,  and  thirty-sixth  atouts,  the  six  of  cups, and  the  six  of  batons. 

Grandpretre,  and  the  three,  La  Grandpretresse.  Seven,  Le  Chariot,  shows 

only  a  fleur  de  lys  where  often  the  maker's  initials  are  given.  The  four 
and  five  are  Le  Roy  and  La  Royne,  and  twelve  instead  of  being  the  un- 

comfortable Le  Pendu,  becomes  La  Prudence,  pirouetting  in  a  truly  Gallic 

manner  on  the  foot  from  which  he  usually  hangs.  Fifteen,  Le  Diable,  is 

a  traveling  mountebank  in  jester's  clothes,  with  a  lion  biting  at  his  leg, 
the  design  which  is  usually  Le  Mat  in  a  French  tarot  pack. 

We  also  have  a  complete  pack  of  seventy-eight  tarots  of  the  old  Italian 
designs  and  of  the  usual  size,  five  by  two  and  one  half  inches.  They  are

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coarse  stenciled  wood  blocks.  On  each  court  card  and  atout  is  the  name  of 

the  maker,  and  his  country,  'France,  J.  Jerger.'  He  was  a  card-maker  at 
Besangon  at  the  beginning  of  the  nineteenth  century.  The  suit  signs  are 

Italian,  which  is  a  characteristic  of  the  French  tarots,  perhaps  because 

most  of  them  are  sent  to  Italy  to  be  used.  The  titles  of  the  atouts  are: 

Le  Bateleur,  Junon,  L'imperatris,  L'empereur,  Jupiter,  L'amorex,  Le 
Charior,  La  Justice,  Le  Capucin,  La  Roux  de  Fortune,  La  Force,  Le  Pendu, 

Death  (unnamed),  Temperance,  Le  diable,  La  Maison  Dieu,  L'Etoile,  La 
Lune,  Le  Soleil,  Le  Jugement,  Le  Monde,  Le  Fou.  This  is  the  listing 

peculiar  to  southeastern  France. 

There  is  another  series,  an  Italian  variation  of  the  tarot  game  called 

'Minchiate,'  with  the  usual  Italian  designs.  We  have  only  thirty-eight 
cards  of  the  pack  of  ninety-six.  Fourteen  are  brightly  colored  by  hand,  the 
rest  are  uncolored  proofs.  Each  card  has  a  dotted  border  after  the  Italian 

manner,  and  each  bears 

the  water  mark  of  the 

fleur  de  lys,  adopted  by 
the  French  Government 

for  paper  made  for  play- 
ing cards. 

To  go  back  to  the 

fourteenth  century, 

there  is  a  manuscript, 

'Le  Roman  de  Renard 

le  Contrefait,'  which 
seems  to  have  been 

written  between  1328 

and  1341,  in  which  the 

following  line  appears:

Charles  V,  the  governor  of  the  pages  rebukes  them  for  playing  at  cards; 

and  in  a  poem  by  one  Guillaume  de  Guilleville,  written  in  1350,  the 

line, '  Jeux  de  tables  et  de  cartes,'  is  found ;  while  the  earliest  known  print  of 

persons  playing  at  cards  is  a  miniature  in  '  Le  Roman  du  Roi  Meliadus 
 de 

Leonnoys,'  by  Helie  de  Borron,  which  was  probably  written  some  time  in 

the  latter  half  of  the  fourteenth  century.  A  king  and  three  attendants

play,  while  three  others  look  on,  and  the  cards  themselves  bear  the  old  suit 

marks  of  batons  and  coins.  So  that  the  antiquity  of  French  playing  cards  is 
well  established. 

Certain  it  is  that  in  1397  they  were  so  plentiful  that  a  Paris  decree  for- 

bade working  people  to  play  at  '  tennis,  bowls,  dice,  cards  or  ninepins,  on 

working  days.' 
It  seems  reasonable  to  suppose  that  all  the  earliest  European  cards  must 

have  been  similar  to  those  painted  for  the  king,  their  cost  making  them

prohibitive  to  any  but  the  nobles.  The  demand  for  cards  by  other  people 
brought  about  the  making  of  them  with  stencils,  and  it  is  very  possible 
that  they  were  made  from  wood  blocks  before  1423,  the  date  of  the  Bux- 

heim  Saint  Christopher,  which  is  generally  accepted  as  the  date  of  the 

beginning  of  printing. 

There  are  other  painted  cards  of  the  early  fifteenth  century  which  first 

show  the  suit  signs  of  Cceurs,  Carreaux,  Trefles,  and  Piques  which  are 

characteristic  of  the  French  cards  of  to-day.  The  suit  signs  of  the  old 
tarots  had  been  Cups,  Swords,  Coins,  and  Batons;  the  French  suit  signs  are 

supposed  to  have  been  introduced  by  a  famous  knight,  Etienne  Yignoles, 

or  Lahire,  as  he  is  called.  He  is  said  to  have  invented  the  game  of  piquet, 

which  was  the  game  of  knights  and  chivalry,  in  contrast  to  the  old  game 

which  had  come  out  of  the  East,  which  had  its  inception  in  chess,  the 

game  of  war.  Lahire  is  said  to  have  had  the  help  of  his  friend,  Etienne 

Chevalier,  who*  was  secretary  to  the  king  and  a  clever  draughtsman  and 
who  may  have  been  responsible  for  the  new  designs.  The  suit  of  Cceurs 

denotes  the  church;  Carreaux,  the  arrowheads  or  diamonds,  are  symbolic 

of  the  vassals,  from  whom  the  archers  and  bowmen  were  drawn ;  Trefles, 

or  clover  (clubs)  signifies  the  husbandmen,  and  Piques,  or  points  of  lances 

(spades),  the  knights  themselves. 

For  piquet  there  were  only  thirty-six  cards  used,  and  the  old  emblematic 
atouts  of  the  tarot  series  were  dispensed  with,  together  with  the  two, 

three,  four,  and  five  of  each  suit,  and  the  fourth  court  card,  the  cavalier. 

At  the  beginning  of  the  eighteenth  century  the  sixes  were  also  left  out,  so

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that  to-day  a  piquet  pack  has  only  thirty-two  cards.  Ecarte  was  another 
French  game,  perhaps  the  same  as  la  Triomphe,  which  is  listed  in  the 

Maisons  des  Jeux  of  the  middle  of  the  seventeenth  century,  and  was  played 

with  a  piquet  pack ;  from  this  game  the  French  colonists  in  America  evolved 
euchre. 

It  is  about  1440  that  we  first  find  the  named  court  cards,  another 

characteristic  of  French  cards  of  to-day.  These  are  the  earliest  known 
cards  from  wood  blocks  which  have  survived.  We  have  two  of  these,  and 

the  others  are  in  the  British  Museum.  They  are  knaves,  or  valets  as  they 

are  called  in  France,  and  bear  the  names  of  famous  knights,  Lancelot, 

Hogier,  Rolant,  and  Valery.  In  the  annals  of  Provence,  where  they  are 

thought  to  have  been  made,  the  knaves  were  known,  as  early  as  1361,  as 

4Tuchim,'  the  name  of  a  band  of  robbers  who  infested  the  neighboring 
forests.  This  name  had  probably  been  brought  from  the  East  by  the 

Moors,  for  the  Arabian  word  for  darkness  and  evil  was  'tu'chan.' 
These  cards  were  found  in  1841,  making  up  the  boards  of  the  binding  of 

a  fifteenth-century  book.  When  it  was  found  early  in  the  century  that  the 

oak  boards  used  for  binding  bred  bookworms,  which  destroyed  the  pages 

the  boards  were  meant  to  protect,  the  binders  began  using  paper  of  suffi- 
cient thickness  to  be  a  protection.  Paper  in  itself  was  very  scarce,  and 

many  a  valuable  manuscript  was  used  to  give  body  to  the  vellum  and  calf 

bindings  of  those  early  days. 

We  have  two  other  sheets  of  fifteenth-century  cards  which  were  pre-

served  in  the  same  way.  They  bear  the  name  of  their  maker,  Frangois 

Arnoux,  and  his  motto,  'Vive  les  bons  enfans  qui  jouent  souvent.' 
These  are  all  court  cards,  and  the  borders  of  their  costumes  are  decorated 

with  fleur  de  lys.  Both  the  motto  and  these  same  borders  appear  again 

two  hundred  years  later  in  early  eighteenth-century  cards  made  in 

Montpellier.  M.  d'Allemagne,  the  French  authority  on  playing  cards,  is 
of  the  opinion  that  Frangois  Arnoux  must  have  worked  in  the  same  locality 

and  that  his  designs  were  handed  down  unchanged  through  the  years, 

which  is  typical  of  playing-card  history.  No  other  example  of  his  work  is 

known.  His  designs  are  quaint  and  pleasing  and  his  colors,  old  blue  and 

rose,  so  soft  and  lovely  that  they  have  all  the  charm  of  a  scrap  of  old  tap- 
estry.

In  a  report  addressed  to  the  Intendant  of  Languedoc  on  the  ninth  of 

November,  1693,  it  is  written,  'The  Hospice  of  Montpellier  wh%se  revenues 
are  not  sufficient  to  take  care  of  poor  strangers  asks  the  two  privileges  of 

the  making  of  playing  cards  and  the  sale  of  glass  in  all  the  diocese.' 
The  characteristics  of  the  Arnoux  cards  are  to  be  found  in  the  eighteenth- 

century  ones  of  Montpellier  made  by  Antoine  Bonnier,  Alexandre  Lionnet, 

and  Fulcrand  Bouscarel.  There  are  the  same  fleur  de  lys  trimmings,  and 

Bonnier  uses  the  same  motto.  Lionnet's  Reine  de  Carreaux  bears  his  name 

and  the  motto  'En  Dieu  son  Esperence,'  while  his  valet  bears  the  arms  of 
Montpellier.  The  court  cards  are  of  the  Provence  type  and  the  gowning  of 

the  queens  is  most  delightful.  They  are  the  fifteenth-century  costumes  of 
Frangois  Arnoux,  but  the  faces  lack  the  charm  of  his  early  ones. 
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A  fifteenth-century  print  of  Rouen  has  as  its  title  4  Le  Revers  du  Jeu  des 

Suisses,'  and  shows  a  number  of  royal  personages  and  their  followers  about 
a  card  table.  This  time  the  cards  are  those  of  France.  Still  another  is  a

The  tradition  is  that  Henri  Picard  rashly  entertained  five  kings  at  one  time  at  dinner,  and  tactfully 
smoothed  over  an  awkward  situation  when  one  of  his  royal  guests  began  to  lose  his  temper  at  play. 

miniature  in  a  manuscript  at  Paris,  a  French  translation  of  the  'Civitas 

Dei '  of  Saint  Augustine,  by  Raoul  de  Presle.  It  shows  two  ladies  wearing 
stately  hennins  playing  at  cards  with  a  gentleman,  and  again  the  cards 
have  the  French  suit  marks. 

Antoine  Janin  was  a  card-maker  at  Lyon  in  1516.  We  have  a  complete 

pack  of  fifty-two  of  his  cards.  The  court  cards  are  slim,  debonair  little 
figures  that  might  have  stepped  from  the  retinue  of  Francis  I.  The  valets 

lean  nonchalantly  on  their  halberds,  and  two  of  them  bear  Antoine  Janin's 
name  in  Gothic  letters.  The  plain  backs  of  the  cards  were  used,  possibly  a 

hundred  years  later,  by  an  artist  who  has  painted  a  different  variety  of 

bird  on  each  one,  and  the  result  is  most  colorful  and  picturesque. 

It  is  interesting  to  follow  these  old  French  'cards  for  playing'  through 
the  centuries;  in  the  early  cards  from  wood  blocks,  widely  varying  types  of

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court  cards  are  characteristic  of  different  parts  of  France  —  Auvergne, 

Lyon,  Rouen,  Lorraine,  and  all  the  rest  —  and  their  individuality  persists 
until  the  Revolution.  An  instance  showing  how  carefully  this  individuality 

is  guarded  is  shown  by  a  card  wrapper  of  Grenoble,  on  which  the  maker

explains  the  uncomfortable  position  of  King  David,  pictured  thereon,  by 

saying  that  he  has  been  obliged  to  change  him,  because  he  had  been  copied 

by  several  persons. 

The  custom  of  naming  the  court  cards  persisted  variously  in  different 

parts  of  France ;  often  the  names  were  in  honor  of  local  heroes,  or  were  those 

of  characters  in  the  old  legends  and  myths.  In  the  collection  at  Paris  is  a 

sheet  of  fifteenth-century  cards  which  for  the  first  time  bear  the  names 
Alexander,  Caesar,  Charlemagne,  and  David,  which  later  on  under  Henri 

IV  were  adopted  as  the  names  of  the  four  kings.  Rachel,  Argine,  Pallas, 
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and  Judith  became  the  queens,  and  Hector,  Lancelot,  Roland,  and  Hogier, 
the  valets. 

A  valet  of  trefles,  made  in  Thiers  about  the  middle  of  the  seventeenth 

century,  is  a  stocky  and  defiant  person,  as  different  as  possible  from  the 
valets  of  Antoine  Janin.  Ancient  Thiers  was  the  greatest  paper-making 
city  of  the  realm,  and  by  the  sixteenth  century  the  renown  of  the  playing

The  lion  of  Thiers  is  on  his  breast 

cards  of  Thiers  was  well  established  and  in  many  a  family  the  craft  de- 
scended from  father  to  son  for  generations.  They  made  quantities  of 

Spanish  cards  as  well  as  many  of  the  French  type  which  were  used  through- 

out Guyenne.* 
Bordeaux  was  an  important  seaport,  and  shipped  many  cards  to  Spain. 

It  was  not  until  1665  that  a  cartier  of  Limoges  suggested  that  cards  be 

made  there,  as  a  source  of  revenue  for  the  Hospice.  In  1669,  the  royal 

authorization  came,  Bordeaux  being  the  twelfth  city  in  the  kingdom  to  be 

granted  this  right.  Their  cards  are  very  like  those  of  Thiers.  Jean  Yalet 

and  Jean  Vianey  were  among  the  early  makers. 

The  story  of  print-making  at  Chartres  is  typical  of  that  in  many  a 

French  town.  It  still  treasures  some  of  its  fifteenth-century  religious 

prints,  Mary  and  the  Holy  Baby,  on  very  early  paper;  a  quaint  little  pali- 
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saded  garden  where  Saint  Catherine  and  Saint  Barbara  and  Saint  Mary 

walk  among  the  stiff  little  flowers;  and  Saint  Martin,  giving  his  cloak 

to  a  beggar. 

A  little  later  are  found  prints  of  a  king  speaking  to  his  soldiers  on  the 

eve  of  battle,  and  a  victorious  army  entering  a  walled  city.  Several  times 

the  advent  of  a  king  inspires  ballads 

describing  the  royal  cortege,  with  the 

royal  portrait  above,  and  toward  the 
end  of  the  eighteenth  century,  the 

prints  of  the  Wandering  Jew  and 

Pyramus  and  Thisbe  are  popular. 

Side  by  side  with  the  old  prints  are 

the  old  playing  cards  of  Chartres,  the 

card-maker  and  the  print-maker  often 
being  one  and  the  same.  In  1702, 

Guillaume  Chesneau,  cartier,  won  re- 
nown for  himself  and  for  Chartres  by

cial  paper A  which  bore  as  a  water  mark  the  arms  of 

-  his  king.  With  the  coming  of  the  Rev- 

olution, which  frowned  alike  upon  re- 
ligion and  royalty,  even  as  personified 

on  playing  cards,  the  sale  of  both  prints 
and  cards  was  forbidden,  so  the  art  of 

the  print-maker  fell  into  disrepute  and 
his  press  was  stilled.   It  was  in  1805 

that  the  last  print-maker  of  Chartres 

opened  his  shop  under  his  sign  'Aux 
Quatre  As,'  and  again  produced  the  little  royalties  with  the  great  names 
that  had  been  familiar  to  all  of  France  for  more  than  two  hundred 

years. 
The  Revolution  at  the  end  of  the  eighteenth  century  dethroned  these 

royal  families  as  well  as  the  one  at  Versailles.  It  substituted  on  the  cards, 

not  very  cleverly,  philosophers,  emblematic  personages,  and  sans-culottes. 
In  1808,  at  the  height  of  his  victories,  Napoleon  desired  to  replace  the 

bizarre  old  figures  of  the  court  cards  with  others  of  '  extreme  elegance  and 

purity.'  Accordingly,  at  his  command,  Gatteaux  submitted  designs  in  the 

classic  manner.  We  have  uncolored  proofs  of  these.  Gatteaux's  name,  with 
the  date,  1811,  is  on  the  shield  of  the  valet  of  trefles. 

There  are  also  uncolored  proofs  of  the  cards  offered  by  David,  the 

painter.  They  are  engraved  by  Andrieu  whose  name  is  on  the  knave  of 

hearts.  These  are  the  designs  that  Napoleon  accepted.  As  might  be  ex-

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pected,  the  drawing  is  excellent  and  each  statuesque  little  personage  carries 

the  pomp  and  dignity  of  conquering  Rome. 

The  artistic  merit  of  these  was  not  appreciated,  however,  for  in  1813 

they  were  replaced  by  the  old  familiar  cards  that  had  been  in  use  before 

the  Revolution,  and  which  are  being  made  with  but  little  variation  to-day. 

The  date  of  the  nineteenth-century  cards  —  and  sometimes  the  maker's 
name  —  is  often  to  be  found  on  the  valet  of  trefles.  We  have  a  pack  dated 
1827,  which  are  unusual  because  they  are  double  heads.  Most  cards  have 

the  full-length  figures  until  a  considerably  later  date.  Their  backs  are  a 
marbled  design  in  pink,  and  this  is  also  a  characteristic  of  French  and 
German  cards  of  this  time.

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Many  cards  were  made  in  France  besides  these  usual  ones  'for  playing.' 
When  at  the  accession  of  Louis  XIV,  who  in  1643  came  to  the  throne  under 

the  regency  of  his  mother,  Cardinal  Mazarin  was  charged  with  the  com- 
pletion of  his  education,  he  devised  a  series  of  card  games  to  interest  the 

young  king  in  his  studies.  This  is  not  strange,  considering  the  tremendous 

vogue  of  cards  at  court,  Jean  Desmarests,  a  member  of  the  Academie 

Frangaise  prepared  these  games,  and  in  1644  published  an  explanation  of

them  which  bore  the  title  '  Les  Jeux  de  Cartes,  des  Roys  de  France,  des 
Reines  Renommees,  de  la  Geographie,  et  des  Fables,  cy  devant  dediez  a 

la  Reine  Regente,  pour  l'inst ruction  du  Roi.'  Each  game  in  this  series  con- 
tains fifty-two  cards  and  a  title  card.  Each  card  bears  a  finely  designed 

and  engraved  full-length  figure,  with  a  description  below.  The  kings  begin 
with  Pharamond  and  Clodion,  long  before  the  days  of  Clovis,  and  end  with 

young  Louis  himself.  On  several  of  the  cards  it  is  necessary  to  group  as 
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many  as  five  kings,  to  get  them  all  in.  Each  king  is  numbered,  from  one  to 

sixty-five,  and  the  number  of  years  of  his  reign  is  given. 
The  queens  begin  with  Martesie,  queen  of  the  Amazons,  and  end  with 

Anne  of  Austria,  the  mother  of  the  king.  They  must  have  been  played  like 

our  game  of  authors,  for  they  are  separated  into  groups,  with  dreadful  but 

amusing  finality,  by  a  single  adjective  at  the  upper  right-hand  corner  — 
pious,  clever,  cruel,  unfortunate,  celebrated,  saintly,  good,  wise,  brave, 

happy,  and  capricious.  We  have  them  in  different  states  of  the  proof,  some 

with  suit  signs  in  the  upper  left-hand  corner,  and  some  without. 
Le  Jeu  de  Geographie  shows  similar  little  figures  on  each  card,  each 

emblematic  of  the  country  described  below.  We  have  one  series  in  which 

the  cards  are  colored  by  hand,  and  others  uncolored,  one  with  suit  signs  in 

the  corner  of  each  card.  The  title  card  shows  two  hemispheres  au  travers, 

lettered,  'Geographie:  A  Paris,  chez  Henry  le  Gras,  libraire  au  3e  pilier  de 

la  grande  salle  du  Palais.'  All  the  title  cards  bear  Le  Gras's  name  as  pub- 
lisher. 

Le  Jeu  de  Fables  have  delightful  small  delineations  of  the  Greek  myths 

on  each  card.  We  have  all  of  these  games,  both  in  the  form  of  packs  of 

cards,  and  in  small  calf-bound  books.  They  are  all  extremely  interesting 

and  of  much  rarity,  and  from  an  artistic  standpoint  are  of  value  as  the 

work  of  the  famous  Florentine  engraver,  Stefano  della  Bella.  There  is  a 

reprint  of  the  whole  edition  at  Paris  in  1698.

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About  1680,  another  series  of  mythological  cards  was  issued,  similar  to 

those  of  Delia  Bella.  The  style  of  the  engraving  in  the  small  illustrations 

is  that  of  Sebastien  le  Clerc,  though  some  of  them  are  hardly  as  good 

drawing  as  is  usual  in  his  designs.  These  cards  have  the  French  suit  signs, 

and  the  court  cards  are  marked  R  (roi),  D  (dame),  P  (prince),  and  C 

(chevalier),  this  last  taking  the  place  of  the  ace. 

In  1655,  the  famous  series  of  heraldic  cards,  designed  by  C.  Oronce  Fine

The  King  and  four  of  Fleur  de  Lys,  the  two  of  Lions,  and  the  two  of  Eagles  are  shown 
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de  Brianville,  were  issued.  In  those  days  4  pour  apprendre  le  Blason'  was  a 
very  necessary  part  of  the  education  of  a  gentleman.  The  arms  of  the 

states  of  Europe  are  shown ;  the  suit  of  hearts  bears  those  of  France ;  spades, 

those  of  Germany;  clubs,  the  Italian;  and  diamonds,  the  Spanish  and 

Portuguese.  The  court  cards  are  designated  in  the  same  way  as  those  in 

the  mythology  series  just  described.  The  king  of  trefles  shows  the  papal 

arms  of  Alexander  VII  (Chigi).  A  little  book  of  explanation  went  with 

these  cards.  We  have  an  edition  of  1659,  one  of  1665,  and  an  eighth  edition, 

with  no  date,  all  published  at  Lyons;  so  they  must  have  been  much  in 
demand. 

A  beautifully  engraved  series  of  heraldic  cards  followed  these  in  1692, 

'  Jeu  de  Cartes  du  Blason,  publie  a  Lyon.'  The  suit  signs  are  the  fleur  de 
lys  for  France,  the  eagle  for  Germany  and  Flanders,  the  rose  for  Italy,  and 

the  lion  for  Spain  and  Portugal.  On  the  pavilion,  or  ace,  of  fleur  de  lys  are 

the  arms  of  the  Due  de  Berri.  Armorial  bearings  are  shown  on  each  card, 

and  the  court  cards  are  portraits  of  the  European  rulers. 

Still  another  'Jeu  Heraldique'  was  issued  4 a  Paris  chez  Daumont,  rue 

St.  Martin.'  Our  edition  is  an  uncut  sheet  of  the  fifty-two  cards,  bearing  the

usual  suit  signs  and  the  coat  of  arms  of  noble  families.  The  court  cards 

have  full-length  figures  upon  them  in  addition  to  the  bearings.  The 

'  Reglemens  du  Jeu  Heraldique '  are  given  at  the  top,  and  there  is  a  card  of 

dedication  4  A  Monseigneur  le  Comte  d'Artois.'  These  were  printed  from 
copper  plates,  about  1698.

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Another  of  the  so-called  educational  games  is  the  'Jeu  de  la  Guerre.' 
This  is  also  an  uncut  sheet  of  fifty -three  cards  from  copper  plates  intended 
to  teach  military  science.  Each  bears  an  illustration  of  a  military  operation 

with  a  description  below.  The  game  was  played  with  dice  and  a  lively  ac- 
count of  it  is  given  in  the  Academie  des  Jeux  of  1668.  It  is  dedicated  by 

Daumont,  the  publisher,  to  the  Due  de  Berri,  the  son  of  Louis  XIY.  It 

was  invented  and  the  designs  were  drawn  by  Gilles  de  la  Boissiere,  and 

engraved  by  Pierre  le  Pautre.  A  later  edition  of  this  game  is  listed  in  the 

British  Museum  Catalogue. 

There  are,  besides,  the  Jeu  des  Cartes  Militaires  of  Desmartins,  pub- 

lished in  1676,  and  'Le  Jeu  des  Nations'  of  1684.  In  a  4 Dictionnaire  des 

Jeux,'  published  in  Paris  in  1792,  there  are  large  engraved  plates  of  many 

games  that  may  or  may  not  have  been  educational.  There  is  the  '  Poule  de 

Henri  IV,'  the  old  'Jeu  de  l'Oie,'  the  'Jeu  de  Marine,'  the  'Jeu  de  Mappe 

Monde,'  the  'Jeu  du  Lindor  ou  du  Naine  Jaune,'  and  the  'Jeu  de  l'Hy- 

men,'  which  are  among  the  most  picturesque. 

About  1760,  a  number  of '  Jeux  des  Cartes  Historiques '  were  published  by 

Vanackers  in  Lille.  The  author's  name  is  given  on  the  case  as  E.  Jouy.  In 
a  circle  at  the  top  of  each  card  is  a  portrait  head  of  some  famous  person,

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whose  biography  occupies  the  rest  of  the  card.  The  leaflet  of  4  Avis'  says 
that  this  is  the  troisieme  jeu  of  the  series.

The  early  nineteenth  century 

brought  a  number  of  games  which 

are  the  most  delightful  little  French 

color  prints  imaginable.  These 
are  round,  three  inches  in  diameter, 

at  the  top  of  the  card.  Below  is 

the  story  of  the  print,  and  at  the 

bottom  is  a  moral  in  verse.  They 

are  evidently  intended  as  a  game 

for  children,  for  on  each  card,  in 

the  corners,  are  four  letters  of  the 

alphabet.  The  first  series  recounts 
the  adventures  of  M.  Calicot,  a 

rascal,  and  the  lovely  but  foolish 

Mile.  Percale,  and  the  tragic  denouement  through  the  dramatic  interference 

of  her  stern  father,  M.  le  Rond. 

In  the  second  series  the  subjects  are  not  a  continuous  story.  The  titles 

are:  'L'amour  enchaine,'  'L'hiver,'  Le  cafe  tortonnie';  while  the  last  three 
are  street  musicians. 

In  the  third  series  the  letters  are  small  ones,  instead  of  being  capitals  as 

in  the  preceding  two.  Again  the  prints  are  not  a  continuous  story.  The 

subjects  are:  'Baise  a  la  capucine,'  'Famille  anglaise  en  promenade';  the 
next  three  are  dances,  and  the  last,  three  fashionable  gentlemen,  with  the 

title, '  Prenez  garde.  II  existe  un  difference  du  Calicot  au  Casimir  et  Pekin.' 

There  is  also  a  'Jeu  Geographique  et  Mythologique,'  the  title  being  on 
the  roi  de  trefles,  with  which  the  series  begins.  There  is  a  miniature  playing 

card  at  the  top  of  each  card,  a  symbolic  figure  representing  some  country 

beside  it  on  the  left,  and  a  figure  out  of  Greek  mythology  on  the  right.  The 

rest  of  the  card  is  taken  up  with  a  description  of  these  two.  The  ten  of

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trefles,  which  is  France,  gives  the  boundaries  as  they  were  at  the  height  of 

Napoleon's  conquests. 
A  complete  piquet  pack  of  thirty-two  small  cards,  two  and  one  fourth 

by  one  and  one  half  inches  with  the  usual  French  suit  signs,  was  also  un- 
doubtedly meant  to  have  an  educational  value.  On  the  ace  of  diamonds, 

which  is  also  the  title  card,  is  lettered, '  Jeu  Frangais  et  Anglais  et  Portu- 

gais.'

SMALL  EDUCATIONAL  PLAYING  CARDS  FOR  THE  ACQUIRING  OF  FOREIGN  LANGUAGES, 
C.  1800 
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There  is  a  French  phrase  at  the  top  of  each  card,  the  Portuguese  equiva- 

lent in  the  middle,  and  the  English  translation  at  the  bottom.  The  spelling 

is  often  amusing;  the  French  is  not  that  of  the  Academicians,  and  the  king's 
English  is  ruthlessly  slaughtered;  the  whole  pack  is  carelessly  printed  and 

colored,  on  the  cheapest  of  paper.  From  the  court  cards,  they  are  evidently 
of  the  early  nineteenth  century,  but  we  have  never  found  them  listed  in 

any  book  on  playing  cards.  Small  cheap  cards  were  often  distributed 

among  the  soldiers  of  an  army,  however,  and  we  have  wondered  if  this 

might  not  have  been  an  idea  of  Napoleon's  to  unite  his  men.  This  surmise 
is  given  still  more  weight  because  we  have  three  other  games  of  these  small 

cards,  a  '  Jeu  Francois  et  Allemand  et  Italien,'  a  4  Jeu  Francais  et  Russe  et 

Polonais,'  and  a  4  Jeu  Francais  et  Espagnol  et  Hollandais.' 

'Le  Grand  Jeu  de  la  Geographie  avec  costumes  colorees'  is  a  series  of 
twenty-four  of  the  most  decorative  and  delightful  little  color  prints.  Two 
thirds  of  each  card  is  taken  up  by  a  print  showing  the  inhabitants  of  some 

country.  The  rest  of  the  card  is  the  description.  Number  one  begins 

auspiciously,  'La  France  est  la  pays  le  plus  agreable  de  l'Europe.  .  . . 
Napoleon  Premier  en  a  augmente  la  splendeur  par  la  magnificence  des 

monumens  qu'il  y  a  fait  elever.  Ses  brillants  conquetes  ont  enrichi  ses 
museums  et  bibliotheques  par  les  objets  les  plus  precieux.  Les  Frangais 

sont  humains,  genereux,  leur  courage  est  admire  generalement.  Les 

Frangaises  sont  aimables  et  spirituelles.'  The  inhabitants  of  even  the  most 
far-away  countries,  as  depicted  on  these  cards,  are  French  to  their  finger- 

tips, and  are  utterly  charming. 

At  the  end  of  the  nineteenth  century,  this  old  idea  of  educational  cards 

still  survived.  A  game  consisting  of  eight  packs  of  cards  in  a  wooden  box, 

'  Le  Magistre  Nouveau  Jeu  de  Geographie  pour  instruire  les  enfants  tout 

en  les  amusant,'  seems  a  little  complicated  for  any  children.  The  cards 
contain  coats  of  arms  and  questions  and  answers  concerning  the  depart- 

ments, cities,  and  towns  of  France.  A  similar  series  to  teach  the  history  of 

France  is  the  'Nouveau  Jeu  Histoire.' 
The  making  of  Spanish  playing  cards  was  an  important  industry  in 

France  by  the  latter  half  of  the  seventeenth  century.  The  great  demand 

for  cards  in  Spain  kept  many  makers  busy  in  Gascony  and  Aquitaine, 

Languedoc  and  Auvergne.  These  cards  were  quite  different  from  the 

French  ones.  They  were  usually  Hombre  packs,  of  forty  cards,  with 

Spanish  suit  signs.  Jehan  Volay  was  a  well-known  maker  of  Thiers.  His 

cards  are  hand-colored  wood  blocks,  gay  with  red  and  blue  and  yellow,  and 
his  name  usually  appears  on  several  of  the  cards  of  each  pack,  and  the 

Spanish  arms  on  one.  We  have  very  similar  cards  'fechas  en  Bordeaux,' 
which  is  lettered  on  the  two  of  swords.  There  are  many  examples  of  Span- 

ish cards  made  in  France  during  the  nineteenth  century,  and  they  are 
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chiefly  interesting  because  of  the  exactness  with  which  they  follow  the 

standards  of  their  Spanish  users.  This  is  equally  true  of  the  French  cards 

made  for  the  English  market,  which  are  large  and  substantial,  and  bear  no 

trace  of  the  French  characteristics,  except  the  maker's  name,  and  even 
this  conforms  to  English  usage  and  appears  on  the  ace  of  spades.  There 

are  also  French  cards  made  for  export  of  the  Bavarian  type,  and  other 

cards  for  export  to  Turkey  and  Roumania,  Austria  and  South  America. 

About  1870,  decorated  aces  were  very  popular.  A  pack  of  playing  cards

the  Lion  of  Thiers  upon  his  breast.  The  coins  are  also  like  his,  the  two  showing  the  arms  of  Thiers  in 
one  circle,  and  the  one  showing  the  arms  of  Spain,  lettered  like  Volay's  '  Rex  Carolus  Hispaniarum  Dei 
Gratia.'

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for  export  to  South  America  shows  views  of  South  American  cities  on  each 
ace,  and  some  for  Trieste  show  pictures  of  Paris,  while  some  patience  cards 
with  fancy  suit  signs,  which  are  nevertheless  recognizable  as  the  French 

cceurs,  carreaux,  trefles,  and  piques,  show  scenes  from  '  Lohengrin '  on  each ace. 

Among  the  most  interesting  of  all  the  cards  we  have  is  an  evidently  in- 
complete series  of  twenty-two  cards  from  copper  plates,  colored  by  hand. 

The  diagonal  division  line  on  many  of  the  cards  suggests  that  tbev  were 
used  by  some  mountebank,  and 

the  costumes  of  the  few  figure 
cards  are  those  of  the  court  at 

the  end  of  the  seventeenth  cen- 

tury. The  subjects  shown  include 

an  ostrich,  a  pipe,  a  goblet,  a 

violin,  a  rooster,  a  bagpipe,  a 

courtier,  a  cavalier,  a  parrot,  a 

guardsman,  a  lobster,  a  lady  of 

the  court,  the  mountebank  him- 

self, a  monkey,  a  lion  rampant 

with  a  parasol,  and  a  sinister 

person  with  a  ladder.  Both  the 

drawings  and  coloring  are  delight- 
ful, and  it  is  to  be  regretted  that 

they  cannot  tell  their  own  story. 

There  are  no  suit  signs  nor  letter- 
ing, and  the  backs  are  plain.  An 

even  less  complete  series  is  in  the 
British  Museum. 

There  is  also  a  series  of  leger- 

de-main  cards  of  the  early  nine- 
teenth century,  but,  in  spite  of 

their  beautiful  coloring,  they  hold  a  leger-de-main  card,  c.  isoo 
none  of  the  charm  of  the  early 

cards.  The  cards  in  the  latter  series  are  completely  taken  up  with  grotesque 

figures  having  enormous  heads  and  two  faces. 

Still  another  series  of  about  this  same  time  are  great  grotesque  heads, 

facing  both  ways,  and  which  may  be  looked  at  either  way,  from  either  end 

of  the  card.  Later  in  the  century  this  same  idea  was  used,  and  the  cards 

were  called  'Binettes.' 
We  have  a  group  of  etchings,  which  show  what  delightful  things  might  be 

done  with  the  figures  of  the  court  cards.  These  are  by  Benner,  a  miniature 

painter  who  studied  and  worked  with  Isabey.  They  are  full-length  figures 
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in  the  costume  of  the  fifteenth  century,  and  are  very  Flemish,  and  rather 

suggestive  of  the  court  cards  of  the  famous  round  series  of  Cologne.  A 

half-century  later  a  pack  of  cards  with  the 
usual  French  suit  signs  have  court  cards 

dressed  in  the  costume  of  the  period.  They 

are  well  drawn,  and  printed  from  copper 

plates  and  colored  by  hand.  The  roi  de  trefles 

is  lettered,  '1848,  Paris,  Rue  Richelieu  102.' 
The  backs  are  a  design  of  branching  coral  in 

yellow. A  pack  designed  in  1856  has  for  its  court 

cards  in  the  suit  of  piques,  Charles  VI, 

Odette,  and  a  page  with  a  falcon;  in  cceurs, 

Louis  Quatorze,  the  Duchesse  de  la  Valliere, 

and  a  page  with  a  salver;  carreaux,  Henri 

IV,  Gabrielle  d'Estrees,  and  a  page  of  the 
chase;  trefles,  Francois  I,  the  Duchesse 

d'Estampes,  and  a  knight's  page.  They  are 
most  pleasing  little  designs,  and  we  have 

the  artist's  proofs,  beautifully  hand-colored.

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various  rulers  of  France.  Coeurs,  being  the  Roman  occupation;  piques, 

Henry  of  Navarre;  carreaux,  Napoleon;  and  trefles,  Louis  Philippe;  and 

in  addition  each  suit  sign  bears  a  symbol  of  the  reign. 

There  are  many  beautifully  decorated  and  lithographed  series  in  the 

later  years  carrying  out  this  idea  of  fancifully  costumed  court  cards. 

JEU  DE  WHIST  INDIENNE 

Among  the  most  pleasing  of  these  is  a  pack  of  patience  cards  with  court 

cards  in  Dutch  costume,  a  '  Jeu  Louis  XV '  with  appropriate  costumes  and 

decorations,  and  a  pack  called  '  Indian  Whist '  which  has  real  artistic  merit 
and  is  an  interesting  example  of  most  beautiful  and  unusual  designing, 

lithographing,  and  color.  The  court  cards  are  in  Indian  costume,  the 

numerals  being  decorated  with  appropriate  flower  designs,  forming  a 

pleasing  background. 



LE  JEU  DE  DRAPEAUX,  PARIS,  1814 

A  pack  of  cards  that  does  not  belong  to  any  of  these  groups  is  the 

rather  famous  *  Jeu  des  Drapeaux'  which  was  issued  under  the  Restoration 

in  honor  of  Napoleon's  return.  It  is  a  piquet  pack  with  a  title  card,  bearing 
the  name  on  a  flag,  carried  by  one  of  the  Old  Guard.  On  a  pillar  beside 

him  are  the  names  of  all  the  great  victories  from  Ulm  to  Moscow.  The 

cards  themselves  picture  Napoleon's  soldiers,  the  suit  signs  being  on  the 
flags  they  carry.  The  heart  suit  shows  the  French  soldiers,  and  the  king 

carries  the  famous  motto,  4  La  garde  meurt  et  ne  se  rend  pas.'  They  are 
spirited  and  delightful  little  prints,  hand-colored. 
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About  this  time  there  are  a  number  of  alphabet  games  for  children. 

Besides  the  letters,  each  card  bears  a  whimsical  little  full-length  figure; 
there  are  knights,  harlequins,  jugglers,  etc.  Each  card  is  divided  into  three 

parts  by  two  horizontal  black  lines.  Perhaps  they  are  meant  to  be  cut 

apart  on  these  lines  so  that  they 

may  he  put  together  in  different 

ways.  They  are  good  little  color 
prints.  Another  similar  series  has 

pictures  of  birds  and  animals  upon 
the  cards,  and  in  a  third,  the 

figures  are  tumblers,  jugglers,  and 
musicians;  while  a  fourth  has 

figures  with  enormous  and  gro- 

tesque heads. 
There  are  four  other  series  of 

these  cards,  presumably  for  chil- 
dren, because  there  are  four  letters 

of  the  alphabet  at  the  top  of  each  one.  The  rest  of  the  card  is  taken  up 

by  a  circular  color  print.  The  subjects  are  most  sophisticated  caricatures 

with  such  titles  as  M.  des  Sorbets,  Marie  a  la  Coque,  M.  Double  Croche, 

Mme.  La  Joie,  etc.

MUSICAL  CARDS  OF  1830 

A  much  pleasanter  series  is  one  giving  the  music  of  a  popular  dance  on 
each  card,  the  waltz,  the  cotillon,  and  the  contradance.  This  is  a  series  of 

fifty-two  cards  with  the  usual  French  suit  signs.  The  heads  of  the  court 
cards  appear  at  the  very  top  of  the  card,  while  on  the  numerals  more  than 

half  the  space  on  the  card  is  given  to  showing  the  suit  signs  in  the  usual 
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manner.  The  court  cards  are  original  and  pleasing  designs  from  copper 

plates,  hand-colored.  They  were  made  about  1830. 

Fortune-telling  and  divination,  the  oldest  of  all  uses  of  games  of  chance, 

has  many  examples  among  the  French.  '  Le  Passetemps  de  la  Fortune  des 
Dez'  was  published  at 
Paris  in  1634.  It  is  a 

calf-bound  volume  with 

the  arms  of  its  original 

owner  stamped  in  gold 
in  the  center  of  both 

covers.  There  is  a  greet- 
ing to  the  reader  in  the 

form  of  a  rondeau,  and 
at  the  end  of  the  book 

the  Biblical  prophets  are 

explained  in  a  long  series 

of  couplets.  The  space 

between  explains  all  pos- 
sible combinations  of 

throws,  and  also  pictures 

in  full-page  engravings 
the  signs  of  the  zodiac, 

with  most  interesting 
decorative  work  all 

around  them,  evidently 

deeply  and  darkly  sym- 
bolic. This  has  foretold 

many  an  event  in  its 

day,  judging  by  its  mar- 
ginal notes. 

Many  a  little  book 

gives  equally  valuable 

and  mysterious  direc- 

tions for  fortune-telling 

with  cards;  also  for  in- 

terpreting dreams,  and 

explaining  signs  and 

portents. 

The  most  famous  of  all  the  French  cards  for  fortune-telling  are  the 

'Tarots  d'Etteilla.'  Late  in  the  eighteenth  century,  a  wig-maker  named 
Alliette  read  the  book  of  Court  de  Gebelin  on  the  old  tarots,  and  their 

mystic  symbolism.  Thereafter  lie  designed  several  sets  of  fortune-telling

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cards,  based  on  de  Gebelin's  theories.  He  used  his  own  name,  backwards, 
as  a  name  for  his  cards.  The  little  Paris  perruquier  enjoyed  a  great  vogue 

for  many  years,  both  at  the  court  and  throughout  France.  His  cards  ran 

through  many  editions,  and  the  designs  changed,  but  the  original  charac- 

teristics are  kept.  The  first  atout  bears  the  name  Etteilla  at  the  top.  Also 

each  card  is  lettered  'Droit'  in  the  upper  margin,  and  'Renverse'  in  the 
lower.  The  meaning  of  the  card,  its  suit,  and  numerical  value  are  lettered 

in  the  side  margins.  Many  of  the  old  traditional  designs  are  recognizable 

in  his  atouts,  and  the  other  cards  bear  the  Italian  suit  signs  arranged  in  the 

Spanish  manner.  Our  Cartes  d'Etteilla  are  wood  blocks,  hand-colored,  and 
as  in  the  old  tarot  series  there  are  seventy-eight  cards. 

There  was  also  a  series  of  forty  cards,  the  Petit  Etteilla,  and  there  are 

several  imitations  of  these  pretty  little  hand-colored  cards,  printed  from 

copper  plates. 

It  is  hard  to  put  much  credence  in  the  many  stories  that  have  been  told 

of  Napoleon's  belief  in  these  things,  but  we  have  a  series  of  cards  for  for- 
tune-telling published  during  the  Res- 

toration, in  the  hope  that  the  star  of 

his  destiny  might  once  more  be  in  the 

ascendancy. 

A  very  clever  series  of  fifty-two 

cards  is  the  'Jeu  de  la  Sybelle  des 

Salons.'  There  is  a  card  of  explanation, 
showing  how  they  are  to  be  dealt,  to 

yourself,  to  your  house;  to  what  you 

do  expect,  and  to  what  you  don't  ex- 
pect. Practically  the  entire  card  is 

taken  up  with  a  whimsical  illustration, 

the  subjects  varying  greatly.  The  de- 

signs are  by  a  well-known  caricaturist 
of  the  time,  Mansion,  and  each  card  is 

signed.  Though  they  were  issued  in 

good  faith  as  fortune-telling  cards,  you 

can't  help  but  feel  that  their  author 
is  laughing  at  their  users.  They  are 

hand-colored  lithographs,  with  infinite 

charm,  and  were  printed  by  Gaudais 
in  1830. 

There  were  also  published  at  Paris  many  transformation  cards,  which 

were  popular  for  a  number  of  years.  In  these  the  suit  signs  form  part  of  a 

fanciful  design,  and  the  thing  was  done  with  varying  degrees  of  cleverness 

and  success  many  times  and  in  many  places.  The  court  cards  are  travesties 
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of  the  usual  ones.  They  have  little  value  as  '  cards  for  playing '  and  they 
are  not  as  amusing  as  you  might  expect  them  to  be. 

We  have  a  pack  of  thirty-four  '  Kolibri  Cards '  of  about  1860,  consisting 
of  twenty-one  pictorial  cards  and  thirteen  numerals.  The  pictorial  cards 

are  from  copper  plates,  hand-colored,  and 
show  pictures  of  dancers  in  different  countries. 

These  were  designed  by  Geiger,  a  Viennese 

card-maker,  and  were  used  as  the  atouts  in 

a  costume  tarot  series  in  Vienna,  a  few  years 
later. 

Our  group  of  French  cards  ends  with  the 

'Cartes  Souvenirs'  of  the  Paris  Exposition, 
a  photograph  on  each  of  the  fifty-two  cards. 

There  were  silver  playing  cards  at  court  in 

the  days  of  Louis  XV,  and  packs  painted  by 

the  famous  miniature  painters  in  those  gay 

days  when  gaming  had  become  a  madness  at 

court ;  when  4  La  Maison '  or  4  Academie  des 

Jeux'  appeared  each  year  laying  down  the 
laws  and  conventions  for  playing  those  games 

with  the  strange  names  which  had  become 

of  such  vast  importance.  Our  first  4  Maison 

des  Jeux,'  is  dated  1657,  and  it  is  a  4nouvelle 

edition.' It  was  a  Frenchman  who  wrote  the  first      kolibri  card,  paris,  c.  i860 

history  of  playing  cards,  the  4  Bibliotheque 
Curieuse'  of  Pere  Menestrier  in  1704.  And  it  was  a  Frenchman  who  two 
hundred  years  later  gave  us  the  most  authoritative  and  detailed  account 

of  the  story  of  cards  in  his  own  country  in  his  4  Cartes  a  Jouer  du  XIV 

au  XVIIIeme  Siecle.'  This  is  by  M.  Henry  Rene  d'Allemagne.

printed  from  the  same  block  as  the  former.  The  out- 
line is  much  clearer,  however,  and  the  color  —  red, 

black,  and  yellow  —  harsh.  The  strange  little  faces  at 
the  knee  are  very  much  in  evidence. 

Playing  cards  by  Jacques  Coissieux,  cartier  a  Romans- 
sur-Isere,  1725-43.

Cards  by  Jacques  Coissieux,  just  after  the  Revolution, 
returning  the  crowns  and  the  familiar  names  to  the 
kings  and  queens.  6  cards 

Court  cards  from  La  Rochelle,  roi  et  valet  des  piques, 

reine  des  trefles,  et  deux  valets,  l'un  rouge,  l'autre, 
noir.  On  the  plain  backs  of  the  cards  have  been  listed 
Italian  books,  titles,  and  number  of  volumes,  the  dates 
running  from  1764  to  1796.  Except  for  the  valet  of 
piques,  all  of  the  cards  have  been  cut  down  on  two 
sides.  The  mark  on  the  red  valet  is  a  full-blown  poppy, 
on  the  black  one,  a  lion  and  a  fleur  de  lys.  5  cards

ete.'  On  the  back  of  each  is  a  note  'A  madame  veuve.' 
Perhaps  they  were  made  by  La  Veuve  Pavie,  La

des  carreaux,  named  'Cezar,'  bearing  the  filigrane  of 
Rennes,  1746,  a  large  and  ornate  fleur  de  lys. 

Une  reine  de  cceurs,  *  Judic,'  with  the  fleur  de  lys  filigrane 
of  Dijon  of  1763. 

Cards  by  Francois  Carrajat  a  Chambery,  his  name  on  the 
valet  des  trefles,  four  court  cards  and  four  numerals, 
1794. 

Valet  des  trefles  by  Jean  Baptiste  Mitoire,  La  Chapelle 

Rue  d'Anjou  au  Marais,  a  Paris.  His  mark  is  the  fly- 
ing bird.  1746-70. 

Three  valets  des  trefles  by  Guillaume  Mandrou,  Paris, 

1754-1808,  each  showing  his  mark,  'The  King  of 

Siam.' 
Valet  des  trefles,  Soumard,  Paris.  His  mark  shows  two 

birds  facing  each  other,  and  is  lettered  'Aux  3  Co- 

lombes.' Valet  des  trefles,  his  mark  lettered  '  Vachias,'  Lyon  (for 
Antoine  Vachat?),  1745.  The  mark  of  the  bee  on  his 
breastplate. 

Valet  des  trefles,  lettered  'Ducrost.'  D.  G.  Paris.  His 
mark  shows  the  stork  and  fox  of  the  fable  and  is  let- 

tered 'A  la  sigogne.' 
Valet  des  trefles  of  xMathieu  Raisin,  Paris,  1747-72;  his 
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mark  bears  his  name  and  address  surrounding  a  gnome 
and  a  battlemented  tower. 

The  court  cards  of  Le  Jeu  Imperial  engraved  by  Andrieu 

after  designs  of  Jean  Baptiste  David,  at  Napoleon's 
command,  1810.  These  are  crudely  colored  with 
stencil. 

The  court  cards  designed  by  Gatteaux  at  Napoleon's 
command,  1811.  Colored  with  stencil. 

Court  cards  of  the  First  Empire  by  Danbrin  of  Paris, 
1809.  Beautifully  hand-colored,  named  in  the  old 
manner.  The  valets  bear  the  crowned  eagle  on  their 
breastplates  and  shields. 

Court  cards  by  Jean  Minot,  cartier  a  Paris,  1767-1808. 
These  are  the  usual  named  court  cards,  the  mark  on 
the  valet  des  trefles  showing  an  Indian  with  drawn 

sword,  and  lettered  'Au  Grand  Gustave  de  Paris.'         8  cards 
Court  cards  of  the  Revolution  by  Jean  Minot,  a  Paris, 

the  kings  and  queens  sans  crowns,  but  the  queens  and 
valets  retaining  their  old  names.  There  is  no  address 

on  the  maker's  mark.  9  cards 
Court  cards  by  Valentin  Minot,  cartier  a  Paris,  1781-90. 

These  are  revolutionary  ones,  similar  to  those  of  Jean 
Minot.  7  cards 

Complete  set  of  named  court  cards  by  Guillaume 
Mandrou,  a  Paris,  1754-1808,  with  the  mark  of  the 
King  of  Siam.  12  cards 

Court  cards,  three  queens,  and  three  valets,  by  J.  Pinaut, 

cartier  a  Paris,  1791-94.  The  usual  suit  sign  is  re- 
peated in  miniature  in  the  lower  right-hand  corner  of 

each  card  and  there  are  Roman  numerals  at  the  side  of 

each,  II  on  the  queens  and  III  on  the  valets.  6  cards 
Court  cards  of  1816,  stenciled  in  color  and  named.  There 

are  two  aces  of  trefles,  one  a  fleur  de  lys,  the  other  the 
usual  trefle  in  a  circle  of  small  fleur  de  lys.  14  cards 

Court  cards,  stenciled  and  named,  the  king  of  trefles 
shows  the  crowned  eagle  of  the  Empire.  1813.  7  cards 

Playing  cards,  presumably  of  the  seventeenth  century,

over  conventional  design.  The  cards  are  wood  blocks, 
hand-colored  in  soft  reds  and  blues.  The  kings  are 
very  animated;  the  queens  are  in  the  gowns  of  the 
early  seventeenth  century,  and  wear  their  crowns  at  a 
precarious  angle.  The  valets  sport  unnaturally  long 

plumes.  The  numeral  cards  are  bordered  with  a  con- 
ventional design  half  an  inch  wide,  colored  in  blue  and 

yellow.  The  ace  of  trefles  shows  the  lion  and  the  uni- 
corn with  the  crown,  from  which  a  tree  bearing  large 

and  luscious  blackberries  grows  amazingly.  The  ace  of 
carreaux  shows  two  stags,  also  holding  a  crown,  from 
which  sprouts  a  luxuriant  plant  with  yellow  flowers. 
These  cards  are  interesting  to  compare  with  those  of 

Deletre,  cartier  a  Paris,  1672,  shown  by  M.  d'Alle- 
magne  (vol.  II,  page  70).  There  is  no  clue  to  the 
maker  of  these  of  ours.  The  valet  des  trefles  carries  a

blank  scroll,  and  a  mark  of  a  highly  conventionalized 
flower  is  below.  14  cards

Valet  of  piques,  'Brave  M.  Scaevola,'  defying  the  king 
with  his  hand  in  the  flame.  Cards  by  J.  Minot,  1793, 
for  the  Bevolution,  with  kings,  classic  sages,  the 
queens,  virtues,  and  the  valets,  four  heroes,  Hannibal, 
Horatius,  Scsevola,  and  Decius  Mus.  1  card 

Playing  cards  of  the  Revolution  by  Claude  Vial  a 
Grenoble,  1774-98.  The  kings  wear  red  liberty  caps, 
the  queens,  veils  on  their  heads,  and  the  valets,  tri- 
cornes.  They  are  unnamed.  11  cards 

Three  extra  valets  des  piques  by  Jean  Minot,  a  Paris, 

during  the  Revolution.  One  of  them  is  lettered  'Force.'     3  cards 
A  valet  of  piques,  Hogier,  made  by  Charles  Guillot, 

cartier  a  Paris,  1742-88.  1  card 
Two  queens  of  hearts,  two  of  diamonds,  two  of  spades, 

eight  of  clubs,  and  seven  of  hearts,  probably  by  Pierre 
Desvignes,  Lyon,  1760.  The  numerals  are  stenciled, 

the  queens  printed  from  wood  blocks  and  hand-colored 
in  scarlet,  yellow,  and  black,  with  ermine  bands  of 
blue.  The  skirt  flares  up  stiffly  and  shows  a  large  and 
firmly  planted  right  foot. 

Court  cards  of  Lyon,  from  wood  blocks  and  stenciled  in 
red,  blue,  black,  and  yellow.  The  king  of  carreaux 
bears  the  mark  of  the  golden  sun  with  the  fleur  de  lys 
in  the  center.  The  valet  of  piques  smokes  a  pipe,  like 
that  of  Pierre  Desvignes,  c.  1750.  8  cards 

Complete  set  of  court  cards  of  Lyon  (c.  1750);  the  king 
of  carreaux  and  the  valet  of  trefles  bear  the  mark  of 

the  sun,  the  former  showing  the  fleur  de  lys,  the  latter 
a  face  in  the  center.  The  feet  of  three  of  the  queens  are 
in  evidence,  and  the  valet  of  piques  smokes  a  pipe.       12  cards 

Complete  set  of  court  cards  of  Lyon.  The  king  of  car- 
reaux and  the  knave  of  trefles  both  bear  the  mark  of 

the  golden  sun  with  the  face  in  the  center.  The  queens 
wear  short  gowns  that  show  their  large  buckled  shoes, 
the  smoke  curls  luxuriously  from  the  pipe  of  the  valet 

of  trefles,  which  is  lettered  'Man  J.  B.,'  and  the  valet 
of  trefles  is  lettered  '  Lyon,'  c.  1740.  12  cards 

Valet  of  piques  of  Lyon,  smoking  a  pipe.  A  wood  block 
hand-colored  in  browns  and  blue,  c.  1750.  1  card 
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Reine  de  trefles,  possibly  of  the  time  of  the  Revolution. 
It  is  from  one  of  the  old  blocks  of  Jacques  Coissieux  of 
Romans,  seemingly,  but  the  crown  is  removed  and 
yellow  curls  put  in  its  place.  The  card  is  also  shorter 
than  those  of  Coissieux,  and  the  bottom  of  the  gown 
of  the  original  queen  has  been  cut  off.

They  are  in  a  red  morocco  case,  tooled  in  gold  and 

lettered  'M.C.  1772.'  The  same  thing  was  done  in 
England  at  about  this  time  by  the  Wesleys,  who 
printed  their  game  and  interspersed  it  with  verses 
from  their  hymns.  The  good  Methodists  played  it  by 
drawing  a  card  and  using  it  as  a  conversational  text. 
Rut  it  seems  soon  to  have  taken  on  the  old  significance 
of  cards  for  divination,  and  many  decisions  were  made 
according  to  the  guidance  of  these  little  scraps  of 
paper.  This  French  game  was  doubtless  used  in  this 
way,  also.  61  cards

CHAPTER  V 

PLAYING  CARDS  IN  GERMANY 

A  peculiar  interest  attaches  to  the  story  of  German  playing  cards,  partly 

because  of  the  assiduity  with  which  the  early  makers  plied  their  craft,  so 

that  their  cards  flooded  the  markets  of  other  countries ;  partly  because  of 

the  eminence  of  some  of  the  artists  whose  beautifully  designed  and  exe- 
cuted cards  have  come  down  to  us,  rare  and  fragile  and  lovely  old  prints  of 

the  fifteenth  and  sixteenth  centuries ;  and  partly  because  Germany  was  the 

scene  of  that  momentous  invention,  the  printing  press,  and  of  the  first 

European  prints  from  wood  blocks.  The  probability  that  these  very  first 

prints  were  playing  cards,  as  many  authorities  believe,  leads  us  into  long 

and  devious  lanes  of  conjecture. 

FROM  'DAS  GULDIN  SPIL,'  OF  INGOLD,  A  DOMINICAN  MONK,  1472 

In  a  book  printed  in  1472,  'Das  Guldin  Spil,'  of  Ingold,  the  assertion  is 
made  that  cards  were  brought  into  Germany  very  early  in  the  fourteenth 

century,  probably  by  soldiers  returning  under  the  Emperor  Henry  VII, 

after  depredations  upon  Rome.  Cards  are  mentioned  in  the  archives  of 

Nurnberg,  between  the  years  1380  and  1384.  From  1392  there  are  certain 

and  many  references  to  playing  cards  in  the  guild  books  and  registers  of  the 

German  towns.  Particularly  in  Nurnberg,  Augsburg,  and  Ulm  are  recorded 
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early  in  the  fifteenth  century  both  the  names  of  card-makers  and  card- 

painters.  A  Kartenmacher  (card-maker)  is  frequently  on  the  same  page 
with  a  Kartenmaler  (card-painter),  showing  that  there  was  a  distinction 
between  the  two  branches  of  the  art,  though,  like  the  barbers  and  surgeons 
of  those  days,  both  belonged  to  the  same  guild.  The  names  of  many  women 
occur  in  the  town  books  of  Nurnberg  as  card-painters,  between  1423  and 
1477. 

THE  PAINTED  CARDS  OF  STUTTGART,  1440 
The  queen  of  hounds  and  the  under  valet  of  ducks 

Perhaps  the  very  earliest  German  cards  we  know  are  some  that  were 

painted  at  Stuttgart  not  later  than  1440.  They  are  very  large,  7"  X  4", 
and  are  a  hunting  series  with  dogs,  stags,  ducks,  and  falcons  for  suit  signs. 

This  was  a  typically  German  idea,  and  it  recalls  a  story  of  the  homesick 

young  Florentine  who  was  serving  as  secretary  to  Frederick  at  the  German 

court.  He  complained  that  the  people  of  this  north  country  were  barbari- 

ans, who  cared  only  about  the  chase,  and  for  poetry,  not  at  all.  Neverthe- 
less, there  is  more  than  a  little  of  the  feeling  of  the  Renaissance  in  these 

lovely  old  cards.  The  ten  of  each  suit  is  a  banner,  bearing  the  suit  sign.  In 

the  suits  of  stags  and  dogs,  the  court  cards  are  all  ladies,  charming  little 

figures  in  the  costumes  of  the  early  fifteenth  century.  She  who  corresponds 
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to  the  under  valet  (this  is  a  pack  of  fifty-two  cards,  ten  numerals,  and  three 

court  cards  to  each  suit,  like  ours  of  to-day)  stands  in  a  garden,  in  one 
instance  with  a  fawn,  in  the  other  with  a  hound.  She  who  takes  the  place  of 

the  upper  valet  is  a  very  great  lady,  indeed.  She  caresses  her  fawn  in  one 

suit  and  the  great  leaping  dog  in  the  other.  The  queens  are  seated  upon 

stately  thrones,  but  are  young  and  utterly  lovely.

The  banner  and  king  of  falcons 

In  the  suit  of  ducks  the  under  valet  is  a  prince  dressed  in  rich  velvet  and 

feeding  a  duck  in  the  pond.  The  upper  valet  is  a  young  prince,  too,  with 

broad  lace  collar,  and  he  holds  up  triumphantly  the  ducks  he  has  killed. 

The  king  is  mounted  and  carries  a  banner,  bearing  his  suit  sign.  The 

king  of  falcons  is  also  young,  and  rides  proudly  with  his  falcon  on  his 

wrist.  The  upper  valet  is  a  knight  talking  to  his  falcon,  and  the  under  valet 
is  the  falcon  itself. 

It  does  not  seem  possible  that  cards  could  have  been  produced  in  the 

quantities  they  were,  by  painting  and  stenciling  alone.  Early  fifteenth- 
century  records  in  the  guild  books  of  Ulm  tell  of  the  exporting  of  cards  in 

hogsheads.  In  1441,  we  find  the  card-makers  of  Venice  appealing  to  the 

Senate  against  the  importation  of  playing  cards  'whereby  our  art  is 

brought  to  total  decay.'  In  looking  about  for  another  and  quicker  medium 
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for  our  busy  German  Kartenmacher,  prints  from  wood  blocks  naturally 
present  themselves. 

German  authorities  believe  the  first  wood  engravers  were  Karten- 

machers;  that  the  monks,  observing  the  wide  distribution  of  cards,  adopted 

the  same  size  and  form  and  printed  the  beloved  and  revered  'Little  Saints' 
and  sacred  symbols,  which  are  among  the  very  earliest  prints  that  have

The  two  and  queen  of  stags 

come  down  to  our  day.  Perhaps  this  is  the  explanation  of  why  the  name 

of  wood  engraver  does  not  appear  upon  the  burgess  books  until  the  middle 

of  the  fifteenth  century,  while  that  of  card-maker  is  common  thirty  years 
earlier. 

It  has  been  said  that  the  Germans  learned  of  wood-block  printing  from 
merchants  who  came  from  China  to  Russia  by  way  of  Arabia  and  the  Red 

Sea.  The  Chinese  process  bears  an  exact  resemblance  to  that  of  the  early 

German  wood  engraver.  Marco  Polo  describes  the  making  of  paper  money 

in  Chambulu,  '  some  of  the  value  of  a  small  penny,  some  of  a  Venetian 

silver  groat.'  He  tells  how  'the  principal  officer  of  the  great  Cham  smears 
with  cinnabar  the  seal  consigned  to  him  and  imprints  it  upon  the  money  so 

that  the  figure  of  the  seal,  coloured  in  cinnabar,  remains  impressed  upon 

it.' 
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Among  the  early  German  cards  of  great  artistic  merit  that  have  come 

down  to  us  is  a  series  of  '  Cartes  a  Ensignees  Animees,'  which  are  described 
by  both  Bartsch  and  Passavant  and  attributed  variously  to  the  Master  of 

1466,  to  the  Master  of  the  Playing  Cards,  and  to  the  Master  of  the  Mono- 
gram E.S.  There  were  doubtless  several  sets  of  these,  for  the  cards  vary 

greatly  in  size  and  shape.  In  one  series  the  suit  signs  are  bears,  lions,  stags, 

birds,  and  flowers  and  leaves,  the  leaves  being  little  faun-like  creatures; 
scattered  remnants  of  similar  series  are  frogs,  dogs,  rabbits,  leopards, 

dragons,  and  other  mythical  monsters.  The  numeral  cards  of  these  series 

are  thought  to  have  run  from  one  to  nine  in  each  suit,  besides  which  there 

were  three  court  cards,  either  a  king,  queen,  and  knave,  or  else  a  king  and

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an  upper  and  a  lower  knave.  The  diversity  of  the  suit  signs  is  explained, 
since  cards  were  made  by  hand  in  those  days  according  to  the  desire  of  the 

purchaser,  who  had  put  upon  them  any  signs  that  pleased  his  personal 
fancy.  The  court  cards  are  in 

the  costumes  worn  at  court,  and 

in  one  series,  in  which  there  is  a 

suit  of  escutcheons,  the  king,  with 

three  fleurs  de  lys  on  his  banner, 

is  said  by  Passavant  to  represent 
Charles  VII  of  France.  There  is 

also  a  suit  of  helmets,  which  from 

its  size  would  seem  to  belong  to 

this  set  of  cards.  These  are  all  en- 

graved from  copper  plates,  and 
the  animals  on  each  card  show 

not  only  a  variety  of  attitudes, 

but  different  types. 

The  Round  Cards  of  Cologne 
are  another  famous  series  which 

Passavant  describes  under  'Le 
Maitre  des  Cartes  a  jouer  de 

forme  ronde':  4  The  originals  of 
these  cards  are  to  be  ranked 

among  the  finer  engravings,  au 

burin,  of  the  fifteenth  century. 

The  inscription,  "  Salve  Felix  Col- 

onia,"  accompanied  by  three  crowns  which  is  on  the  titled  wrapper,  informs 
us  that  these  cards  had  their  origin  at  Cologne.  We  must  conclude  at  the 

same  time  that  they  appeared  between  the  years  1461-83,  if  we  accept  the 
figure  of  the  mounted  king  of  columbines  as  representing  Louis  XI  of 

France,  who  reigned  at  that  period.  Up  to  the  present  time  we  have  re-

The  queen  of  parrots,  the  valet  of  roses,  and  the  king  of  columbines,  who  is  supposed  to  be  Louis  XI 
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mained  in  ignorance  as  to  the  master  who  executed  these  engravings,  and, 

further,  it  is  almost  impossible  to  point  out  any  other  engraving  which 

could  be  safely  attributed  to  him.  His  manner  resembles  that  of  John  of 

Cologne,  from  Zwolle,  though  it  cannot  be  said  to  be  identical  with  it  in 

details.' There  are  five  suits,  hares,  parrots,  pinks,  columbines,  and  roses.  It  is 

supposed  that  the  fifth  suit  was  intended  to  replace  one  of  the  others  at  the 

owner's  desire.  There  are  thirteen  cards  in  each  suit,  the  king,  queen,  and 
valet,  and  ten  numerals.  There  is  an  inscription  in  Latin  on  the  ace  of  each 

suit.  The  kings  and  queens  are  richly  caparisoned  little  figures  on  horse- 

back, while  the  valets  are  men-at-arms.  They  are  much  more  Flemish  in 
character  than  German. 

There  is  a  third  series  of  cards,  some  of  which  are  attributed  to  Israel 

von  Meckenen  and  others  to  Schongauer.  The  pack  consists  of  fifty-two 
cards,  with  the  Italian  suit  signs  of  cups,  swords,  and  batons,  but  with  a 

suit  of  pomegranates  replacing  the  usual  one  of  coins.  They  are  engraved 

from  copper  plates  with  a  goldsmith-like  technique.  The  designs  on  the 
two  of  batons  and  the  three  of  swords  are  described  by  Bartsch  as  Schon- 

gauer's  work.  The  honors  of  each  suit  are  king,  queen,  and  valet.  The 
pomegranate  is  supposed  to  be  in  honor  of  Philip  the  Fair,  who,  after  his 

marriage  to  the  daughter  of  Ferdinand  and  Isabella  of  Spain,  and  his  sub- 
sequent victory  over  Granada,  adopted  it  as  his  emblem.  The  figure  cards 

are  much  better  in  design  and  execution  than  the  others.  The  kings  sit  on 

impressive  Gothic  thrones,  the  queens  are  slender  and  regally  gowned,  and 
the  valets  are  mounted.  The  ten  of  each  suit  is  a  banner. 

The  most  beautiful  cards  of  all  are  those  of  Vergil  Solis,  a  goldsmith  of 

Nurnberg;  these  are  very  rare,  and  ours  is  said  to  be  the  only  complete 

series  known.  Again,  there  are  fifty-two  cards  in  a  pack,  and  the  suit  signs 
are  lions,  monkeys,  peacocks,  and  parrots.  Each  ace  bears  the  monogram 

of  the  artist.  The  honors  are  king,  queen,  and  valet.  The  cards,  particu- 
larly the  numerals,  are  examples  of  most  exquisite  conventional  design. 

There  is  also  a  series  of  engraved  cards,  attributed  to  Hans  Beham,  and 

one  by  Jost  Ammon,  a  delightful  series  published  in  a  small  volume,  '  The 

Book  of  Trades.'  There  is  a  moralizing  verse  below  each  card  design.  The 

four  suits  are  books,  printers'  balls,  wine-pots,  and  drinking-cups,  and  the 
humor  for  which  the  artist  was  famous  is  discernible  in  almost  every  one. 

We  have  also  a  complete  set  of  thirty-six  small  trappola  cards,  one  and 
three  quarters  by  one  and  a  half  inches,  printed  from  silver  plates  early  in 

the  seventeenth  century.  The  suit  signs  are  hearts,  bells,  acorns,  and 

leaves,  with  whimsical  arrangements  of  animals  and  little  figures  on  each 

one,  very  reminiscent  of  Jost  Ammon.  An  early  German  monogram  is  on 

the  six  of  leaves,  and  the  court  cards  are  king,  queen,  and  knave.  The  tens

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are  banners,  and  there  are  in  addition  the  two,  six,  seven,  eight,  and  nine 

of  each  suit.  Trappola  came  out  of  Italy,  a  better  game  of  chance  than  the 

old  tarots,  just  as  piquet  followed  them  in  France.

It  is  interesting  to  see  that  all  of  these  early  German  cards  are  numeral 

series,  all,  with  the  exception  of  the  last,  packs  of  fifty-two,  and  not  the 
old  tarots.  These,  of  course,  were  not  the  cards  made  in  great  quantities, 
but  were  de  luxe  editions  for  the  chosen  few. 

The  cards  that  called  forth  such  protest  in  Venice,  without  doubt  had 

Italian  suit  signs  and  in  all  details  conformed  to  the  Italian  standards. 

We  have  forty-five  cards  of  a  pack  of  fifty-two,  of  the  ordinary  playing 
cards  of  the  fifteenth  century,  with  the  conventional  German  suit  signs  of 

hearts,  bells,  leaves,  and  acorns.  These  must  have  been  made  in  very  large 

quantities,  and  were  correspondingly  cheap,  and  therefore  not  treasured,

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so  that  to-day  they  are  almost  the  hardest  of  all  cards  to  find.  A  similar 

but  less  complete,  series  were  found  by  a  Dr.  Stukeley,  and  are  in  the 
Schreiber  collection  of  cards  in  the  British  Museum.  There  are  also  some 

stenciled  cards  of  this  time  in  the  British  Museum  collection,  and  thirty- 

one  similar  cards  from  wood  blocks  in  the  Royal  Library  at  Berlin.  Ours 

were  found  recently  in  the  original  binding  of  a  Concilienbuch  von  Kon- 

stanz,  Ulrich  von  Reichenthal,  Augsburg,  Sorg,  1483. 

The  binding  had  a  typical  Ulm  appearance,  and  so  we  presume  that  our 

playing  cards  were  printer's  waste  from  some  Ulm  card-maker.  The  aces 
and  the  three,  four,  and  five  of  hearts  and  the  four  of  acorns  are  missing, 

and  there  are  two  fives  of  bells.  Singer,  in  his  '  Researches  into  the  History 

of  Playing  Cards,'  says:  'In  the  library  of  the  Stadt  house  at  Ulm  was  an 
old  manuscript  chronicle  of  that  city  finished  in  1474,  under  the  rubric  of 

which  was  written  the  following  memorandum,  "Playing  cards  were  sent 
in  large  bales  into  Italy,  Sicily,  and  other  parts  by  sea,  getting  in  exchange 

spices  and  other  merchandise."  By  this  it  may  be  seen  how  numerous  the 

card-makers  and  painters  dwelling  here  must  have  been.' 
Our  cards  are  from  wood  blocks,  on  early  paper,  slightly  wormed.  The 

two  of  each  suit  shows  a  boar  each  in  a  different  attitude.  In  the  other 

packs,  the  Stukeley,  and  the  one  in  Berlin,  there  is  a  unicorn,  or  white  hart 

couchant,  as  Singer  calls  it.  He  refers  to  it  as  the  emblem  of  Richard  II 

and  infers  some  sort  of  connection.  On  these  other  packs,  besides  the 

animal,  there  are  a  crossed  hammer  and  axe,  which  may  have  been  a  sort 

of  coat  of  arms  or  crest,  for  later  cards  often  carry  the  crests  of  the  towns  in 

Saxony.  The  six  of  hearts  of  our  series  shows  a  smiling  fox  with  an  un- 

fortunate gosling  in  its  mouth,  and  the  nine  a  long-tailed  and  ferocious  cat, 
while  falcons  perch  upon  the  banners  in  each  suit.  These  banners  are 

interesting  to  compare  with  those  of  the  Stuttgart  cards  and  the  equally 

decorative  ones  of  the  later  series  with  the  pomegranate  suit.  All  the 

other  fifteenth-century  German  cards  from  wood  blocks  have  ten  spots 
instead  of  banners. 

The  upper  and  under  valet  of  each  suit  in  our  series  is  a  knight,  some- 

times with  a  sword,  sometimes  with  a  swashbuckling  cloak.  In  the  Stuke- 
ley cards  the  knave  of  acorns  is  shooting  a  crossbow.  Singer  suggests  that 

he  is  after  the  white  hart  on  the  two ;  also  the  archers  were  drawn  from  the 

peasantry,  of  which  the  suit  of  acorns  is  emblematic,  though  after  all  it  may 

have  been  merely  a  happen-so  and  a  vagary  of  the  old-time  maker.  At  any 
rate,  it  is  a  pleasing  little  variation. 

The  kings  are  seated  on  thrones  in  the  Italian  manner.  This  is  true  of 

the  other  series  from  wood  blocks  and  stencils,  as  well  as  of  the  pomegran- 
ate cards  and  the  Cartes  a  Ensignees  Animees.  In  the  round  cards  of 

Cologne  and  the  Stuttgart  cards,  the  kings  are  on  horseback.  In  all  of 
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these  fifteenth-century  packs  from  wood  blocks,  the  aces  are  missing,  yet 

all  the  more  carefully  made  cards  of  the  time  show  them  in  packs  of  fifty- 

two  cards.  For  trappola  there  were  thirty-six  cards  to  a  pack,  one,  two, 
seven,  eight,  nine,  ten,  and  three  court  cards  to  each  suit,  and  it  was  not 

until  the  eighteenth  century  that  the  aces  were  generally  omitted,  making 

a  pack  contain  only  thirty-two  cards.  There  is  no  game  that  we  know  of 

calling  for  forty-eight  cards  and  no  contemporary  description  of  any  such 

pack  or  game,  yet  we  find  many  cards  in  the  next  century,  seemingly  with- 
out aces. 

Our  little  fifteenth-century  cards  are  hand-colored,  in  pinks  and  greens 
that  have  faded  in  the  long  years  that  have  passed. 

Early  sixteenth-century  cards  printed  from  wood  blocks  and  colored 
with  stencils  were  found,  like  the  earlier  French  cards,  making  up  the 

boards  of  a  sixteenth-century  book. 
These  have  the  German  suit  signs 

of  hearts,  for  the  Church ;  hawks 

or  bells,  for  the  nobles  (the  hawks 

were  emblematic  of  the  chase,  and 

the  bells  were  a  favorite  decora- 

tion on  court  costumes) ;  leaves  for 

the  husbandmen  or  citizens,  and 

acorns  for  the  foresters  or  peasants. 
There  are  three  court  cards  to 

each  suit,  king,  upper  and  under 
knave,  and  nine  numerals,  making 

forty-eight  cards  in  all. 
The  national  game  of  lansquenet 

is  played  with  trappola  cards,  or 

thirty-six  of  the  usual  pack  of 
fifty-two.  It  is  a  very  simple  game, 

and  a  print  by  Anthony  of  Worms, 
dated  1529,  shows  two  soldiers 

playing  it.  Its  name  comes  from 
Landsknecht,  a  foot  soldier  with 

a  lance,  and  it  is  supposed  to  have 

originated  among  the  soldiers  of 
the  disbanded  troops  who  were 

wandering  about  the  provinces  of  Upper  Germany  toward  the  end  of  the 

fifteenth  century.  The  card  on  the  table  looks  more  like  a  five  of  the 

French  suit  of  carreaux  than  like  a  five  of  hearts,  which,  of  course,  might 
be  either  French  or  German. 

Another  is  a  print  of  the  year  1500,  entitled  'Le  Grand  Bal.'  In  one

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corner  it  shows  the  Duke  and  Duchess  of  Bavaria,  who  have  retired  from 
the  gayety  into  a  recess,  where  they  sit  at  a  table  playing  cards.  Each  one 
keeps  a  chalked  score  on  the  table. 

A  print  by  Israel  von  Meckenen  shows  a  very  animated  card  game  be- 

tween a  lady  and  a  gentleman.  They  both  have  on  the  long  pointed  shoes 

that  were  worn  at  court  at  the  end  of  the  fifteenth  century. 

Then  there  is  one  which  has  a  lengthy  title  —  '  In  the  year  1452  in  con- 
sequence of  a  sermon  delivered  in  the  public  place  opposite  the  chapel  of 

Our  Lady  of  Nurnberg,  by  Cardinal  John  Capistran,  76  shovel  boards, 

2640  tric-tracs  (which  were  checker  boards),  40,000  dice,  and  a  great  heap 
of  packs  of  cards,  as  likewise  a  variety  of  trinkets  and  objects  of  vanity, 

were  burnt  in  the  market-place.' 
From  all  of  which  it  seems  that  the  Germans  were  card-makers  for  other 

countries,  as  well  as  making  cards  for  their  own  with  their  national  suit 

signs  of  hearts,  bells,  leaves,  and  acorns,  which  perhaps  came  into  being 

about  the  time  the  French  evolved  their  cceurs,  piques,  trefles,  and  car- 
reaux. 

Besides  being  the  great  early  makers  of  'cards  for  playing/  they  have 
the  distinction  of  having  the  most  ancient  of  all  the  educational  games  at 

'LE  GRAND  BAL,'  1500 
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cards.  It  was  devised  by  a  Franciscan  monk,  Thomas  Murner.  He  was 

born  at  Strassburg,  and  taught  philosophy,  first  at  Cracovie,  then  at  Fri- 
bourg,  at  the  beginning  of  the  sixteenth  century.  An  interesting  account

of  this  game  is  given  in  the  'Memoires  de  Dom  Calmet,  abbe  de  Senones,' 

published  in  1728.  He  says:  'This  monk,  teaching  philosophy  at  Cracovie 
and  then  at  Fribourg  in  Switzerland,  perceived  that  his  young  pupils  had 

great  difficulty  in  understanding  the  writings  of  a  Spaniard  that  were  given 

them  to  study.  He  resolved  to  try  a  new  method,  by  pictures  and  figures, 

in  the  form  of  a  game  of  cards,  so  that  the  pleasure  of  playing  would  make 

the  pupils  surmount  all  the  difficulties  of  this  intricate  study.  This  he  did 

with  such  success  that  the  great  doctors  of  the  University  of  Cracovie 

said  that  in  the  beginning  this  Father  was  suspected  of  employing  magic 

because  his  pupils  made  such  extraordinary  progress.  And  to  justify  him- 

self he  was  obliged  to  produce  this  new  game  for  the  eyes  of  the  great  doc- 
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tors  themselves  who  not  only  approved  but  greatly  admired  the  method 

of  the  good  monk/ 

These  cards  come  in  book  form.  Our  copy,  which  is  from  the  Didot 

Library,  contains  the  fifty-two  full-page  wood  cuts  of  these  cards,  and  is 

excessively  rare.  The  full  title  of  the  book  is  '  Logica  memorativa  Char-

The  printer's  name  occurs  at  the  very 

end  of  the  book ;  '  Nobis  quoque  quarn  plurimam  gratiam  referes :  Necnon 
Joanni  Adelpho:  viro  fecundum  cor  nostrum:  huius  operis  castigatore: 

quod  Argentine  industrius  vir  Joannes  Gruninger  impressit.  Anno  a 

Cristi  saluatoris  natiuitate  M.D.IX.  Ipsa  die  diui  Thome  Cantuaeiensis.' 

On  the  fly-leaf  of  our  copy  is  written, '  Jeu  de  Cartes  invente  par  Thomas 

Murner,  professeur  de  l'Universite  de  Cracovie,  pour  servir  a  l'enseigne- 

ment  de  la  Logique:  Strasbourg,  1509,  2me  edition  non  moins  rare  que  la 
Iere  qui  est  de  Cracovie,  1507.  Rien  de  plus  bisarre  peut-etre,  et  toutefois, 

rien  de  plus  curieux  que  cette  fantaisie  doctorale,  dont  I'auteur  faillit  d'etre 

brule  comme  sorcier.  C'est  la  plus  ancien  exemple  connu  de  l'application 
du  jeu  de  cartes  a  Instruction  elementaire.

There  is  a  prologue  dated  1508,  an  exordium,  and  the  signs  of  the  tracta- 

tus  or  suits,  which  are  sixteen,  and  are  bells,  lobsters,  fish,  acorns,  scorpions, 
caps,  hearts,  grasshoppers,  suns,  stars,  birds,  moons,  cats,  shields,  crowns, 

and  serpents.  Then  comes  the  *  Modus 

ludendi'  and  'Noticia  materie,'  and 

then  the  'Typus  Logice,'  a  full-page 
allegorical  wood  cut;  then  a  *  Modus 

Practicandi'  of  four  pages,  and  then  a 
full  description  of  each  card  and  its 

significance;  then  an  'Exercitium  Se- 

cunda  pars ' ;  and  finally  a  sort  of  epi- 
logue by  Master  Joannes  de  Glogovia 

of  the  University  of  Cracovie,  and  Canon 

of  Saint  Florian  at  Clepardia,  testify- 

ing to  the  usefulness  of  Murner's  work 
and  how  highly  it  has  been  approved, 

and  telling,  besides,  that  the  author  had 

received  from  the  Universite  a  gift  of 

twenty-four  Hungarian  florins.  The 

fifty-two  quaint  little  engravings  are 

boldly  done  and  most  curious  and  in- 

teresting wood  cuts.  The  type  is  exceed- 

ingly beautiful. 

One  hundred  and  twenty  years  after 

the  publication  of  Murner's  cards  a  new 
edition  was  published  at  Paris  by  Jean 

Balesdens,  a  French  advocate,  who 
dedicates  the  book  to  the  Cardinal  de 

la  Valette.  The  prints  of  the  cards  are  reduced  in  size,  and  some  of  the 

costumes  are  altered  to  be  in  keeping  with  contemporary  styles.  In  the 

'conclusio  opejris'  the  printer's  name  is  given  as  Thomas  Vandvoot  in 

Bruxelles,  'Anno  a  Christi  Saluatoris  natiuitate  1509.  Ipsa  die  diui 

Augustini  Episcopi.' 
There  must,  therefore,  have  been  three  editions  of  these  cards,  the  first  at 

Cracovie  in  1507,  the  second  at  Strassburg,  and  the  one  at  Brussels  from 
which  the  Paris  edition  was  taken. 

In  1518,  Murner  published  another  set  of  cards,  also  in  book  form,  this 

time  to  teach  the  Institutes  of  Justinian.  The  title  is  *  Chartiludium  In- 

stitute summarie,'  printed  at  Strassburg  by  Johannes  Priis,  at  the  expense 
of  Johannes  Knoblauch.  The  form  is  similar  to  that  of  the  first  game,  but 

there  are  twelve  suits  of  ten  cards  each  in  this  game.  The  first  card  of  each

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suit  is  the  figure  of  some  German  ruler.  The  suit  signs  are  falcons,  bells, 

combs,  acorns,  hearts,  crowns,  buckets,  church  bells,  bellows,  beads, 

shields,  fish,  and  knives. 

'Das  Geistliche  Deutsche  Carten  Spil,'  of  Andream  Strobl,  was  pub- 
lished in  Sulzbach  in  1603,  with  many  approvals  by  high  church  digni-

taries.  Each  of  the  eight  cards  of  the  four  suits  of  hearts,  bells,  leaves,  and 

acorns  are  represented  in  Biblical  illustrations  with  a  decorative  border,  and 

the  suit  sign  unobtrusively  but  unfailingly  shown.  They  are  finely  en- 
graved from  copper  plates,  and  there  are  nearly  three  hundred  pages  of 

text  for  each  suit.  The  book  is  on  beautiful  early  paper  and  bound  in 

oak  boards  covered  with  pigskin,  and  has  clasps. 
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A  series  of  astronomical  cards,  published  in  Niirnberg  in  1656,  is  interest- 

ing. We  have  only  seven  of  these.  They  are  uncolored  wood-block  prints, 
and  show  the  orbits  of  the  sun,  the  moon,  the  earth,  and  Venus,  Saturn, 

Mars,  and  Mercury.  The  astronomical  drawing  occupies  most  of  the  card,

but  there  is  an  explanation  in  German  below  each  one.  There  is  a  little 

book  of  instructions,  which  has  one  curious  little  illustration,  two  separate 

little  engraved  discs,  one  representing  the  earth  and  the  other  its  orbit, 

loosely  sewn  to  the  page  in  a  space  left  for  it. 

There  is  a  later  astronomical  series  of  Niirnberg  designed  by  Johann 

Philipp  Andrae,  a  mathematician,  in  1719.  There  is  a  title  card  and  a 

frontispiece  card,  the  other  fifty-two  having  the  usual  German  suit  signs 

in  addition  to  a  conventional  representation  of  a  constellation,  and  its  de-

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scription  according  to  the  Copernican  system,  but  with  German  names  in- 

stead of  the  usual  Latin  ones.  The  cards  are  colored  by  hand. 

We  have  another  copy  of  this  game  in  which  the  title  card  is  missing. 
Mr.  Clulow  dates  this  series  1685.

There  are  two  series  of  geographical  cards  from  Nurnberg  in  the  last  half 

of  the  seventeenth  century.  They  are  both  packs  of  fifty-two  cards  with 
French  suit  signs  which  occupy  the  upper  margin  of  the  card.  The  rest  of 

the  card  is  taken  up  with  a  map.  The  first  series 

are  maps  of  different  parts  of  the  world,  and 

no  other  example  of  these  cards  is  known. 

They  are  so  similar  in  form  to  the  second 

series,  which  are  maps  of  countries  in  Europe, 

that  they  were  probably  made  by  the  same 

maker.  There  is  a  Mercator's  Projection  on  the 

ace  of  spades  and  the  signatures,  'J.  H.  Seyfrid 

delineavit.  Wilhelm  Pfann  sculpsit.'  Pfann's 
name  is  also  on  the  ace  of  clubs  and  diamonds. 

They  were  printed  in  Nurnberg  by  Johann 

Hoffmann  in  1678,  and  they  are  said  to  have 

been  invented*  by  Johann  Pretorius. 
There  is  a  series  of  cards  made  in  Augsburg  in 

1685  by  Johann  Stridbeck,  the  suits  being  war- 
riors, philosophers,  celebrities,  and  poets.  There 

is  a  portrait  head  in  a  round  medallion  at  the 

top  of  each  card,  and  a  description  in  German 

below.  There  are,  besides,  French  suit  signs, 

the  designating  numeral  or  initial  being  placed  within  the  mark  itself. 

The  cards  are  from  copper  plates,  uncolored. 

Almost  a  century  later  nearly  the  same  thing  is  done  again,  but  this  time

the  portraits  are  of  characters  in  German  history.  They  begin  with  Charle- 
magne and  end  with  Joseph  II.  The  cards  are  very  large  and  the  portraits 

are  roughly  engraved. 

There  is  also  a  German  edition  of  the  '  Reines  Renommees '  of  della  Bella, 
in  which  the  description  is  in  German.  They  lack  the  delicacy  of  the  French 

series  and  the  suit  signs  are  also  a  departure  from  the  originals.  They  were 

published  in  Germany  about  1655. 

An  heraldic  series  of  Niirnberg  cards  of  1693  show  the  arms  of  the  reign- 
ing families  in  Europe.  The  descriptions  are  in  German,  while  the  suit 

signs  are  French.  The  arms  on  the  chevalier  of  spades  indicate  the  relation 

of  Germany  to  Spain  at  the  time,  for  they  bear  the  legend, 4  Die  Spanischen 
Reiche  in  Italic' 

There  is  an  Augsburg  edition  of  the  Daumont  heraldry,  an  uncut  sheet 

duplicating  the  Paris  edition,  except  that  the  Reglemens  du  Jeu  are  also 

given  in  German.  A  later  edition  of  these  cards,  issued  in  1719,  are  separate 

cards,  with  the  text  on  the  court  cards  in  German.  The  designs  of  the 

originals  are  exactly  reversed  in  this  series  and  the  results  as  to  the  heraldry 
are  rather  absurd.

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Cards  with  the  German  suit  signs  show  an  infinite  variety  of  designs  and 

arrangement.  We  have  an  uncut  sheet  of  early  stenciled  cards  which  are 

typical  of  those  in  common  use.  On  the  two  of  leaves  is  a  stag,  on  the  two  of 
acorns  a  lion,  on  the  two  of  bells  a  boar,  and  on  the  two  of  hearts  a  bear. 

This  is  a  trappola  series  of  thirty-six  cards,  and  the  decoration  of  the  two 

spots  is  still  a  characteristic  of  the  cards  made  for  that  game.  The  date, 
1556,  is  on  the  three  of  hearts.

There  are  also  uncut  sheets  of  cards  printed  in  blue  outline  from  ancient 

wood  blocks.  The  two  and  six  of  hearts  bear  the  name  'Michael  Forster.' 
The  designs  are  very  crude  and  they  were  probably  made  early  in  the 

seventeenth  century.  Later  designs  of  court  cards,  more  approaching  the 

French  standards,  also  bear  the  name  of  'Michael  Forster  in  Munchen.' 
Perhaps  two  generations  or  more  elapsed  between  the  making  of  the  first 
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sheet  and  the  second  ones.  The  latter  are  doubtless  the  work  of  the 

Michael  Forster  who  plied  his  craft  early  in  the  eighteenth  century. 

Another  sheet  of  card  proofs  in  heavy  blue  outline  contains  forty-eight 
little  cards  two  and  one  eighth  by  one  and  five  eighth  inches.  The  court 

cards  are  king  and  two  knaves,  the  upper  and  the  under  being  distinguish- 

able by  whether  the  suit  sign  is  turned  up  or  down.  The  drawing  is  child- 
ishly simple,  and  yet  there  is  an  animation  about  the  little  figures  that  the 

German  cards  often  lack.  The  ace  of  each  suit  is  a  banner  flaunting  the 

suit  sign,  and  there  is  also  a  flying  bird  on  each  one.  There  is  a  wild  boar  on 

each  two  spot  and  a  crouching  dog  on  the  eight  of  hearts.  The  cards  were 

probably  made  in  the  last  quarter  of  the  seventeenth  century.

A  pack  of  trappola  cards  of  the  early  eighteenth  century  have  their 

printed  design  exquisitely  covered  with  silk  applique.  The  colors  are  so 

delicate  and  harmonious  and  lovely  that  the  little  court  cards,  a  king  with 

flowing  robes  and  two  knaves  to  a  suit,  are  quite  regal  in  spite  of  wretched 

drawing.  The  decorative  flowers  on  the  numerals,  as  well  as  the  suit  signs 

themselves,  are  charming. 

A  card  sheet  of  the  middle  of  the  eighteenth  century,  with  one  of  the

kings  lettered  'Im  Regensburg,'  shows  court  cards  carefully  worked  out  to 
the  smallest  detail.  There  are  kings,  queens,  cavaliers,  and  knaves.  The 

queens  are  particularly  interesting,  being  in  the  costume  of  the  time. 

These  are  followed  by  many  sheets  of  proofs  of  cards  made  by  Andreas 

Benedictus  Gobi,  a  most  prolific  card-maker  of  Munich  during  the  second 
half  of  the  eighteenth  century.  There  is  an  amazing  variety  of  types 

among  his  court  cards.  Sometimes  the  queens  are  homely  German  house- 
wives with  a  crown  stuck  dowdily  and  at  a  precarious  angle  at  the  back  of 

their  heads.  And  the  knaves  are  stolid  and  staid  German  youths.  There 

are  several  examples  of  double  head  cards  among  these  eighteenth-century 

ones.  Often  the  cavaliers  are  almost  Oriental-looking,  with  Indian  turbans, 
long  drooping  mustaches,  and  loose  jacquard  coats.

Most  of  the  styles  are  elaborately  copied  from  those  in  vogue  at  court,  to 

the  smallest  detail,  and  the  little  figures,  though  wooden,  are  not  conven- 
tionalized as  in  the  French  cards.  Some  of  the  court  cards  have  profiles 

amusingly  like  those  of  the  House  of  Hapsburg.  The  numeral  cards  are  all 

decorated  with  strange  little  figure  groupings,  evidently  borrowed  from  the 

idea  of  Jost  Ammon,  but  rarely  with  any  of  his  whimsical  touch,  though  with 

great  diversity  of  subjects.  The  high  powdered  head-dresses  of  the  French

court  are  shown  in  one  series,  and  in  many  the  stiff  little  queens  carry 

equally  stiff  and  absurd  little  parasols  or  flowers  or  fans. 

A  pack  of  trappola  cards  of  1805  are  square,  and  are  wood  blocks  colored 

with  stencil.  The  coarse  paper  and  the  crude  workmanship  make  them 
noticeable. 

A  trappola  series  of  Conrad  Jegel  in  Nurnberg  at  about  the  same  time  is 

much  more  entertaining.  There  is  animation  in  the  knaves  and  in  the  little 

figures  on  the  numerals,  and  the  stenciled  colors  are  vivid  and  gay. 

Another  square  series  containing  twenty-four  cards,  king,  two  knaves, 
two,  nine,  and  ten  of  each  suit,  are  also  wood  blocks,  brightly  stenciled.

On  the  two  of  leaves,  beneath  two  ridiculous  red  birds  is  the  date,  October, 

1813.  On  the  two  of  acorns  is  the  maker's  name,  J.  E.  Backofen,  and  be- 
neath it  a  sedate  and  soulful  lion  who  must  be  kin  to  the  king,  their  ex- 

pressions are  so  exactly  the  same.  The  lion  holds  the  Nurnberg  coat  of 
arms. 

Similar  cards  come  from  Dresden,  Altenburg,  Augsburg,  and  many  an- 

other German  town;  none  precisely  alike,  but  with  differences  not  indi- 
vidual or  interesting  enough  and  much  too  numerous  to  enumerate  at 

length.  Many  have  a  local  interest.  The  cards  of  Gratz  often  resemble  the 

Swiss  cards,  and  a  series  made  in  Goslar  in  1872  show  pictures  of  the  sur- 

rounding mountain  country  on  each  numeral.  The  upper  knaves  are  hunt- 
ers, and  the  lower,  serving  men. 

In  Jena  in  1876  was  issued  a  pack  of  trappola  cards,  the  suits  being 

glands,  sunflowers,  leaves,  and  acorns  of  fanciful  design.  The  two  of  glands 

shows  the  arms  of  Maximilian,  the  king  is  Maximilian  himself,  and  the  two 
valets  his  herald  and  one  of  his  foot  soldiers.  The  same  idea  is  followed  in

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the  other  suits.  The  suit  of  sunflowers  belongs  to  Rudolph  of  Hapsburg 

with  an  attendant  bowman  and  squire  with  a  falcon,  and  below  the  coat  of 

arms  is  lettered  'Dr.  T.  Schroeter,  Jena.'  The  suit  of  leaves  belongs  to 
Frederick  Barbarossa  and  two  crusaders,  and  Charlemagne  is  the  king  of 

acorns  with  a  wandering  minstrel  and  a  trumpeter.  These  are  lithographed 

cards,  excellent  in  design  and  workmanship. 

There  are  some  interesting  trappola  cards  designed  in  1897  by  Jules 

Diaz,  with  excellent  illustrations  in  the  manner  of  Jost  Ammon.  They  are

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done  by  surface  printing  in  four  colors  and  a  rather  remarkable  effect  is 

secured  by  using  a  broad  line.  The  drawing  is  vigorous  and  the  four  kings 

are  quite  different,  an  astrologer,  a  jester,  a  fat  and  jovial  monarch,  and  a 

lean  and  irritable  one,  and  all  of  the  eight  knaves  are  beggars,  lame  and 
halt  and  blind. 

Another  pictorial  series  was  lithographed  in  Leipzig  about  1885.  The 

cards  were  designed  by  E.  Burger  ;  the  heart  suit  is  emblematic  of  love, 

with  cupids  and  troubadours,  etc.  Bells  illustrate  industry  and  commerce, 

leaves,  the  chase,  and  acorns,  war,  all  in  medieval  Germany. 

In  the  later  German  cards  for  trappola  and  skat,  which  are  double  heads, 

the  whimsical  designs  on  the  numerals  are  dispensed  with. 

The  Viennese  cards  are  pretty  much  a  repetition  of  the  German  ones. 

Many  of  the  Bohemian  packs  which  are  made  here  are  extremely  crude  in 

design  and  the  colors  are  almost  barbaric.  The  effect  of  the  whole  is  very

striking,  and  seems  somehow  very  appropriate.  The  court  cards  are  al- 
most invariably  local  types.  Many  of  these  cards  bear  the  name  of  J. 

Nejedly,  who  was  a  Viennese  card-maker  in  the  middle  of  the  nineteenth 

century.  There  is  one  pack  of  trappola  cards  picturing  Augsburg  quite  de- 

lightfully, and  among  the  cards  and  proof-sheets  of  Josef  Glanz,  another 
Viennese  maker  of  about  1860,  there  are  many  examples  of  Swiss  cards  as 

well  as  the  Bohemian  with  the  German  suit  signs. 

Of  cards  with  the  French  suit  signs  in  these  German  lands,  there  are 

many.  The  earliest  one  we  have  is  a  pack  of  fifty-two  cards,  from  cop- 
per plates  and  colored  by  hand,  and  most  of  them  bear  the  monogram  of 

an  unknown  artist.  Besides  the  suit  signs  arranged  in  the  usual  manner 

they  picture  a  day's  hunting  across  the  field  and  through  the  forests  of 
early  seventeenth-century  Germany.  The  kings  and  valets  are  debonair 
gentlemen  and  the  queens  gracious  little  ladies.  No  other  example  of  these 
cards  is  known  to  exist. 

By  the  middle  of  the  eighteenth  century  we  find  great  numbers  of  tarot 

packs  being  made  in  Germany.  Curiously  enough,  the  suit  signs  of  the 

numeral  cards  are  invariably  French.  The  character  of  the  atouts  is  quite 

changed,  and,  instead  of  the  old  emblematic  designs,  anything  that  appeals 

to  the  maker's  fancy  seems  to  be  used.  Animal  tarots  were  very  popular.

Most  of  these  are  legendary  beasts,  and  an  invariable  palm  tree  in  the  back- 

ground and  the  coloring  gives  them  an  Oriental  flavor.  They  are  not 

named  —  perhaps  because  words  failed  when  their  makers  tried  to  do  it, 
but  they  are  numbered  with  large  Roman  numerals,  often  at  both  top  and 

bottom.  Only  the  mat  or  fou  of  the  old  atouts  keeps  something  of  his 

original  design  and  is  still  unnumbered.  The  court  cards,  king,  queen, 
cavalier,  and  knave  for  each  suit,  are  affable  little  German  families.  Andreas 

Benedictus  Gobi,  of  Munich,  made  a  great  variety  of  these  tarot  series. 

Some  of  the  series  of  animal  atouts  are  interspersed  with  elephants  with 

howdahs  and  gentlemen  on  camels  elegantly  carrying  parasols,  which  still 

further  add  to  the  Eastern  atmosphere.  Some  of  these  atouts  are  double 

heads,  with  most  uncomfortable-looking  results.  Sometimes  the  atouts 
picture  a  chase  and  show  hunters  with  horns  and  falcons  and  dogs  and 
horses. 

There  is  a  series  of  animal  tarots  of  about  1770  in  which  the  outline  is 

printed  so  vaguely  from  wood  blocks  as  to  be  negligible.  The  colors  are 

stenciled  and  are  very  soft.  The  cards  are  probably  the  work  of  some 

South  German  card-maker. 
There  is  a  little  decorative  border  around  each  of  the  cards  of  a  tarot

series  made  by  Joseph  Fetscher,  of  Munich.  The  cards  are  double  heads, 

and  the  design  and  the  coloring  are  both  very  nice. 

The  most  beautifully  done  of  all  these  curious  little  series  is  one  printed 

from  copper  plates  and  colored  by  hand.  With  their  little  Oriental  figures 

they  are  reminiscent  of  Chinese  Chippendale  which  was  having  its  vogue 

just  at  this  time. 
There  is  a  series  of  musical  tarots  of  1780  in  which  the  atouts  show  music 

and  scenes  from  the  popular  operas  of  the  day.  The  court  cards  are  char- 
acters from  the  operas,  and  on  the  valet  on  foot  of  trefles  is  the  name  of  the 

maker,  P.  F.  Ulrich,  of  Leipzig.

A  pack  of  tarots  with  court  cards  of  the  Bavarian  type,  which  are  said 

to  have  belonged  to  Marie  Louise,  the  wife  of  Napoleon,  have  very  amusing 

animal  atouts.  The  IV  is  a  camel  with  two  blue  legs  and  two  brown  ones, 

which  give  him  the  effect  of  wearing  leggings;  V  is  the  fox  of  the  fairy  story 
with  the  nine  handsome  tails,  each  a  different  color,  VI  is  a  wolf,  also  in 

leggings  eating  a  bright  blue  lamb ;  and  XIII  is  a  crocodile  with  red  spots  on 

his  green  armor,  devouring  an  unhappy  victim,  whose  blue  trousers  and  red 

legs  are  still  to  be  seen.  This  pack  is  from  wood  blocks  and  the  designs  are 

very  crude.  They  must  have  distressed  Napoleon,  and  it  seems  odd  that 

such  a  thing  should  have  found  its  way  to  court.  Delightful  things  were 

being  done  by  card-makers  at  this  time.  A  beautifully  engraved  series, 

hand-colored,  by  Andreas  Benedictus  Gobi,  of  Munich,  has  atouts  which 

picture  a  wedding  party,  gay  little  horsemen  and  flower-decked  coaches, 
with  explanatory  verses,  a  couplet  on  each  card.

There  is  a  pack  of  fifty -two  cards  with  the  French  suit  signs,  but  with 
court  cards  of  the  German  type,  with  queens  who  carry  fans  and  parasols. 

These  were  made  about  1800  by  'Lauretz  Ummer  in  Munchen,'  whose 
name  is  on  the  knave  of  spades. 

A  sheet  of  hand-colored  proofs  of  court  cards,  for  a  pack  commemorating 
the  battle  of  Leipzig,  curiously  enough  have  the  French  suit  signs,  though 

the  kings  are  medallion  portraits  of  the  kings  of  the  allied  countries,  and 

the  knaves  are  the  marshals  at  the  battle.  The  queens  are  Pomona,  Flora, 
Diana,  and  Ceres,  but  in  the  costumes  of  1813.

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A  second  series  also  made  in  Leipzig,  with  the  same  idea  in  mind,  show 

the  portraits  in  more  conventionalized  card  form.  They  are  nicely  en- 
graved and  the  color  is  soft  and  pleasing,  but  they  have  not  the  charm  of 

the  earlier  cards.  The  queen  of  hearts  is  lettered,  '  Industrie  Conytoir  in 

Leipzig,'  1813. 
A  curious  animal  tarot  series  was  made  by  Peter  Schachner  in  Wels  in 

1816,  the  most  curious  cards  being  the  cavaliers  who  ride  spotted  wooden 

hobby-horses.  Ten  years  later,  there  is  a  series  as  delightful  as  it  is  unusual. 
The  court  cards  and  atouts  are  quaint  little  figures  in  Turkish  costume. 

Every  one  is  pictured,  dervishes  and  dancing  girls,  Janissaries  and  porters, 
soldiers  and  sailors.  The  maker  was  H.  Muller,  whose  name  is  on  the 

knave  of  clubs. 

Animal  tarots,  made  in  Nurnberg  in  1830,  show  fine  upstanding  camels 

and  sea  serpents,  defiant  deer,  who  gaze  with  hauteur  at  the  hunter's  gun, 
and  amazing  porcupines  with  many-colored  quills  rampant.  These  are  by 
Johann  Math  Backofen.  There  is  a  similar  series  of  Franz  Fasolt,  of  Brunn, 
of  about  the  same  time. 

A  tarot  series,  issued  in  Frankfort  in  1879,  pictures  historic  scenes  and 

personages  of  all  lands  and  times  in  its  atouts.  The  court  cards  are  also 

celebrities,  Gordon  and  Louis  Quatorze,  Kepler,  Leopold  I,  Charles  I, 

Marlborough  and  Shakespeare.  The  titles  of  the  atouts  are  in  French.  A 

later  edition  of  these  bears  the  Italian  duty  stamp  lettered,  4  Venezia.' 
A  series  made  by  a  rival  card-maker  in  Frankfort  at  about  the  same 

time  shows  the  typical  German  tarots  of  that  time.  The  atouts  picture 

domestic  scenes  in  German  life  of  the  day,  and  the  court  cards  are  the 
conventional  Bavarian  ones. 

During  the  nineteenth  century  the  French  piquet  packs  of  fifty-two 
cards  grow  more  and  more  numerous.  In  a  pack  of  1825,  the  only  clues  to 

the  maker  are  the  initials  '  G.  B.'  in  script  on  the  knave  of  diamonds.  The 
court  cards  are  not  attractive. 

A  series  issued  in  1834  have  scenes  of  the  Portuguese  insurrection  on 

each  of  the  four  aces.  A  similar  pack  made  in  Frankfort  in  1868  pictures 

scenes  from  the  lives  of  Peter  the  Great,  Frederick  the  Great,  Napoleon, 

and  Wellington  on  its  aces. 

Another  pack  is  a  piquet  series  of  thirty-two  cards.  The  cards  are  very 
thick  and  heavy  and  are  coarsely  engraved  and  colored  with  stencil.  The 

court  cards  are  peasants,  the  kings  being  bowmen  or  men-at-arms,  and  the 
aces  are  each  upon  a  shield.  At  the  bottom  of  each  card  are  two  bars  of  the 

music  and  the  accompanying  words  of  a  Thuringian  folk-song.  These 
cards  were  made  just  about  the  time  of  the  French  musical  series. 

A  piquet  pack  of  fifty-two  cards,  made  in  Wurttemberg  about  1850, 
has  the  name  of  the  makers;  Susz  and  Kunze,  on  the  knave  of  clubs.  The

numeral  cards  are  stenciled  and  the  court  cards  of  curious  design  are  from 
wood  blocks. 

In  1860  a  maker  in  Hamburg,  H.  Rubcke,  issued  a  series  of  fifty-two 
cards  with  fancy  suit  signs  recognizable  as  French  ones.  Besides  the  suit 

signs  each  card  pictures  a  scene  in  or  near  Hamburg,  and  the  court  cards 

are  people  in  native  costume,  with  the  exception  of  the  kings  of  spades  and 

hearts,  the  former  being  Carolus  Magnus  and  the  latter  Carolus  XII. 

A  departure  from  the  usual  cards  is  an  oval  series  made  in  Leipzig  about 
1865.  The  court  cards  are  in  historical  costumes  and  there  is  a  decorative 

border,  a  repetition  of  the  suit  sign  about  each  one. 

The  court  cards  in  all  of  these  series  retain  their  German  character,  in 

spite  of  the  French  suit  signs.  In  a  pack  made  in  Frankfort  about  1870,

both  the  mien  and  costume  of  the  court  cards  are  reminiscent  of  the  Rhine 

legends. 
A  pack,  made  in  Frankfort  about  1878,  have  court  cards  emblematic  of 

Asia,  Europe,  Africa,  and  America.  Ferdinand  and  Isabella  and  the  Span- 
ish ambassador  are  the  American  ones.  The  numeral  cards  are  decorated 

with  designs  of  people  and  incidents  in  the  quarter  of  the  world  to  which 
each  suit  is  attributed. 

At  the  end  of  the  century  the  German  card-makers  are  noted  for  the 
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many  beautifully  lithographed  series  with  court  cards  not  at  all  con- 

ventionalized in  court  costumes  of  various  lands  and  times.  These  are  very 
similar  to  the  French  Jeu  Louis  XV.  A  series  made  at  Goslar  has  genuine 
artistic  merit  and  a  great  deal  of  originality.  The  court  cards  are  most 
delightful  little  figures  of  medieval  days,  ladies  with  wimples  and  hennins

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and  kings  and  knights  and  huntsmen  out  of  the  romances  of  Frederick 

Barbarossa  and  Otto  of  Saxony. 

There  are  Viennese  tarots  as  early  as  1820,  with  court  cards  of  a  distinct 

type,  neither  French  nor  German;  sometimes  the  atouts  picture  scenes  in 

Vienna,  and  sometimes  incidents  from  Sir  Walter  Scott's  novels,  when  the 
court  cards  become  the  best-known  characters  from  these  stories.  A  tarot 

series  from  Buda-Pesth  with  these  court  cards  pictures  the  names  of  the 
novels  in  rebus  form  on  each  atout. 

There  are  also  theater  tarots  with  atouts  picturing  scenes  from  popular 

plays  and  operas.  Many  of  these  Viennese  tarot  series  contain  only  fifty- 
four  cards,  four  numerals  and  four  court  cards  to  each  suit,  besides  the 

twenty-two  atouts.  They  are  known  as  Coffee-House  Tarots,'  and  seem 
to  have  been  a  local  development  of  the  old  game. 

A  number  of  Viennese  card-designers  were  noted  as  masters  of  their 

craft  and  there  are  hand-painted  proofs  of  court  cards,  sometimes  in  classic 

costume,  sometimes  in  the  half-barbarous  splendor  of  the  Russian  court, 

sometimes  lords  and  ladies  of  Vienna,  veritable  little  miniatures  —  El- 

finger,  Pausinger,  and  Gigerl  are  three  of  these  artists. 

About  1848  a  series  of  atouts  picture  a  scathing  political  satire  against 

the  government,  and  about  ten  years  later  the  Crimean  War  is  pictured. 

A  series  from  Pressburg  of  about  the  same  time  has  atouts  definitely 

Chinese  in  character,  and  another  pictures  the  wanderings  of  Blondel  in 

search  of  his  king. 

An  animal  tarot  series  by  Pausinger  in  pen  and  ink  are  good  little 

studies.  The  variety  of  subjects  seems  inexhaustible.  Viennese  types  in 

caricature  are  shown  in  a  pack  of  about  1860,  and  historical  cards  picturing 

kings  from  Rudolph  to  Joseph  II  are  side  by  side  with  military  tarots  in 

which  Franz  Joseph  and  his  generals  appear.  The  so-called  '  Kaiser  tarots ' 
picture  the  chase  in  all  lands  and  a  series  by  Gigerl  of  about  the  same  time 

are  caricatures  of  Viennese  persons  of  fashion.  A  most  original  and  de- 
lightful series  was  designed  by  Ditha  Moser  for  the  benefit  of  a  Viennese 

charity  at  Christmas-time,  1906.  Only  one  hundred  packs  were  printed. 

The  atouts  are  double  heads,  stiff  little  Noah's  Ark  people,  animals,  houses, 
and  trees.  The  court  cards  give  the  effect  of  stained-glass  windows  and 

picture  medieval  knights,  Egyptians,  Assyrians,  and  royalties  of  the 

sixteenth  century.  The  numeral  cards  are  cross-barred  and  bordered  in 
black. 

The  first  Viennese  whist  cards  we  have  are  of  about  1850.  Two  packs 

come  to  a  box,  and  the  cards  are  smaller  than  ours  of  to-day,  and  both  the 
court  cards  and  the  designs  of  the  numerals  are  dainty  and  pleasing.  A  few 

years  later  the  usual  size  piquet  cards  appear.  We  have  a  set  of  these 

made  of  iron,  in  the  usual  colors.  Presumably  they  were  inspired  by  the 
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PIQUET  CARDS  BY  LOSCHENTIOHL,  VIENNA,  1806 

silver  cards  which  had  been  used  at  the  French  court  in  the  reign  of  Louis 
XV. 

Vienna  is  well  represented  among  the  beautifully  lithographed  cards 

with  the  fancy  court  cards,  which  are  found  in  both  France  and  Germany. 

These  come  in  all  sizes,  from  the  smallest  of  patience  cards  to  the  large- 
size  piquet  packs. 

\mong  the  cards  with  French  suit  signs  is  a  pack  on  each  numeral  of 

which  some  variety  of  flower  is  daintily  and  carefully  engraved.  The  suit 

signs  are  also  engraved  and  colored  by  hand,  and  on  the  ace  of  clubs  is  the 
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name  of  the  artist,  'Chez  Loschentiohl  a  Vienne,  1806.'  He  was  a  gold- 
smith whose  work  won  him  great  favor  with  the  royal  family  during  his 

lifetime.  The  court  cards  are  also  from  copper  plates,  full-length  figures  of 
famous  personages,  and  two  of  them,  the  queen  of  hearts,  Mary  Stuart, 

and  the  queen  of  spades,  Iphigenie,  are  signed  'Mayer,'  who  was  a  co- 
worker with  Loschentiohl.  Only  two  other  sets  of  these  cards  are  known  to 

be  in  existence. 

To  Germany  belongs  the  honor  of  the  first  and  most  famous  transforma- 

tion cards,  as  are  called  those  in  which  the  suit  signs  are  made  to  form  part 

of  the  humorous  design.  Late  in  the  eighteenth  century  it  became  the 

custom  to  give  little  pocket  almanacs  as  New  Year's  gifts.  These  are 
usually  bound  in  red  morocco  and  contain  a  number  of  prettily  engraved 

copies  of  famous  pictures,  sentimental  anecdotes  and  poems,  and  almost 

invariably  some  of  the  pages,  which  are  just  about  the  size  of  a  playing 

card,  are  given  to  designs  for  these  transformation  cards,  which  are  some- 
times very  clever  and  witty,  and  show  great  ingenuity. 

In  1805,  J.  G.  Cotta,  a  bookseller  of  Tubingen,  issued  a  complete  pack  of 

these  cards,  in  which  the  court  cards  picture  characters  from  Schiller's 
'Jeanne  d'Arc,'  while  the  numerals  are  the  transformations  of  all  sorts  of 
subjects  with  no  continuity  or  reference  to  each  other  or  to  the  court 
cards.

These  were  so  successful  that  for  the  five  succeeding  years  he  issued 

other  packs.  In  1806  the  court  cards  are  Ulysses  and  other  classical  figures; 

in  1807,  characters  from  Schiller's  '  Wallenstein,'  in  1808,  Arabian  cos- 
tumes; in  1809  he  seems  to  have  skipped  a  year;  in  1810  he  comes  back

with  court  cards  with  mythological  and  comical  figures,  the  comical  ones 

being  caricatures  of  Napoleon  and  other  famous  people.  These  are  cleverly 

drawn  and  are  said  to  be  the  work  of  Osiander.  The  last  series,  Knightly 

Orders,  was  issued  in  1811.  They  are  all  beautifully  engraved  and  hand- 
colored. 

In  Vienna  the  same  thing  was  done.  A  series  was  designed  by  H.  F. 

Muller  in  1809,  with  court  cards  fancifully  costumed,  the  designer's  name 
being  on  the  knave  of  diamonds.  A  pack  of  1814  is  very  similar.  There  is 

an  infinite  variety  of  subjects,  the  designs  are  whimsical  and  interesting, 

and  the  workmanship  is  excellent.  The  court  cards  and  the  suit  marks  are 

colored  by  hand.  The  name  of  the  artist,  Johann  Neidl,  is  on  the  ace  of 

hearts,  and  the  government  stamp  with  the  date. 

A  third  Viennese  series  with  court  cards  in  classical  costume  is  also  by 

H.  F.  Muller;  the  spade  suit  illustrates  a  Viennese  story,  'Beatrice,'  and 

the  cards  originally  appeared,  a  few  at  a  time,  in  the  'Repository  of  Arts ' 
for  1818-19. 

Among  the  German  cards,  especially  those  made  in  Bohemia  and 

Hungary,  are  many  with  Italian  suit  signs.  In  the  early  cards  these  suit 

signs  are  brightly  stenciled  in  red  and  blue,  and  the  cards  are  large,  five 

and  a  half  by  two  and  a  quarter  inches.  A  trappola  pack  of  thirty-six  cards 
from  wood  blocks  are  interesting  in  design.  There  is  expression  in  both  the 
faces  and  attitudes  of  the  court  cards.  The  horses  of  the  cavaliers  are 

spirited  and  a  very  natural  little  dog  barks  at  the  heels  of  the  ones  in  cups 

and  coins.  'Prag'  is  lettered  on  the  cavalier  of  swords.  On  the  two  of 
swords,  after  the  Venetian  manner,  is  a  couplet,  in  German  instead  of 

Italian,  and  the  date,  'Die  Karten  1st  Drum  Nicht  Erdacht  Das  Man

These  cards  were  very  popular.  They  are  delicately  colored  by  hand.  A  set  of  these  was  given  by 
Lafayette  to  one  of  his  aides,  the  Marquis  de  Calmes,  and  they  are  still  in  the  possession  of  his  family,  in 
America. 

Zanck  und  Hader  Nacht.  1664  H.S.'  The  maker's  name  is  on  the  one  of 

batons,  '  Augustin  Z.  Mahler  in  Prag.'  A  series  made  in  Prague  a  hundred 
and  fifty  years  later,  except  for  the  discontinuance  of  the  old  couplets  on 

the  twos,  and  a  substitution  of  double  heads  as  court  cards,  shows  practi- 
cally no  changes,  and  is  another  example  of  the  persistence  of  the  old  forms 

in  this  craft. 

The  many  later  examples  of  these  trappola  cards,  made  in  Trieste  and 

Vienna,  conform  more  and  more  to  the  modern  Italian  type.  There  are 

also  occasional  tarot  series  having  the  old  emblematic  atouts,  and  these 

are  always  accompanied  by  the  Italian  suit  signs.  In  these,  too,  the  old 

order  does  not  change.  They  are  always  printed  from  wood  blocks  and 

colored  with  stencils,  and  the  maker's  initials  are  usually  to  be  found  on  the 
seventh  atout,  Le  Chariot. 

These  old  symbolic  figures  always  suggest  the  fortune-telling  cards. 

Germany  produced  many  of  these.  'Zeit  Kurtzende  Lust  und  Spiel 

Hausz,'  a  fat  little  vellum-bound  book  of  1372  pages  which  was  published 
in  Kunstburg  in  1680,  describes  many  of  these,  as  well  as  contemporary 

games  as  played  in  different  countries.  There  are  interesting  engraved 

plates. 
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'  Vier  Farben,'  written  in  Leipzig  in  1829  by  Susanna  Rumpler,  explains 
the  legend  and  lore  attaching  to  the  ordinary  German  '  cards  for  playing ' 
and  shows  how  they  may  be  used  with  infallible  results  for  the  telling  of 
fortunes. 

NURNBERG  FORTUNE-TELLING  CARDS  MADE  BY 
J.  E.  BACKOFEN,  1820 

Among  the  fortune-telling  series  is  one  of  pictorial  cards,  the  title  of  each 
being  given  in  French,  German,  and  English.  They  come  in  a  gay  little 

box  lettered,  'Sibille,  the  fortune-telling  gypsy  mother.'  There  are  a  num-

ber  of  variations  of  the  'Le  Normand'  fortune-telling  cards.  Mile.  Le 
Normand  was  high  in  favor  at  the  French  court  early  in  the  nineteenth 

century,  as  a  diviner,  and  the  tales  told  of  the  credence  put  in  her  utter- 
ances are  almost  past  belief. 
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BRAUTT  SPIL,  C.  1700 
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An  uncut  engraved  sheet  of  the  late  seventeenth  century,  by  Jo.  Phil. 

Steydtner,  gives  directions  for  playing  the  game  of  Brautt  Spil.  There  are 

seven  pictorial  cards,  the  four  at  the  corners  bearing  the  suit  signs  of  hearts, 

bells,  acorns,  and  leaves. 

The  cloister  cards,  another  curious  card  game,  were  made  at  Augsburg  in 

1753.  At  the  top  of  each  card  is  lettered  the  name  of  one  of  the  German  suit 

signs,  and  the  rest  of  the  card  is  taken  up  with  religious  text  in  German. 

These  were  the  only  cards  permitted  by  the  Pope  to  the  ecclesiastics  and 

the  monastic  orders  at  the  time. 

An  old  game,  called  variously  '  Birds'  Play '  in  the  Rhine  country  and 
Switzerland,  'Cucu,'  in  Italy,  and  'Gnau,'  'Cambio,'  and  'Kille'  in  the 
north  countries,  Norway  and  Sweden  and  Denmark,  where  it  is  still  played, 

consists  of  two  series  of  picture  cards  of  ten  cards  each,  and  two  series  of 

Roman  numerals  of  twelve  cards  each.  The  picture  cards  of  a  hand-colored

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eighteenth-century  series  are  quite  as  amusing  as  the  animal  tarots  of 
those  days. 

There  is  a  delightful  little  game  of  German  proverbs.  It  contains 

twenty-four  cards,  numbered  one  to  twenty-four, 
a  German  proverb  written  on  each,  and  another 

twenty-four,  similarly  numbered,  illustrating  these 

proverbs  with  little  hand-colored  engravings.  The 
designs  are  much  in  the  style  of  Chadoweicki  and 

are  printed  from  copper  plate.  Several  are  signed, 

'H.  F.  Muller.' 
Another  game  of  about  this  time,  also  having 

charmingly  engraved  and  colored  little  cards,  is 

'  Harlequin  et  Pierrot,  nouveau  jeu  de  societe  avec 
32  cartes  enluminees  et  60  cartes  contenant  des 

Numeros.'  On  each  of  the  'cartes  enluminees'  is 

an  amusing  little  full-length  figure  in  the  costume 
of  the  early  nineteenth  century.  There  is  also  a 

harlequin  on  a  green  ground  and  a  Pierrot  on  an 

orange  ground,  and  two  sets  of  numeral  cards 
numbered  from  one  to  fifteen.  On  the  back  of  the 

Pierrot  is  written,  'This  pack  of  playing  cards 
came  from  Lieutenant  Kaminski,  a  young  Pole 

serving  in  Regiment  Beaulieu  in  billet  during  the 

march  of  the  G.  P.  corps,  in  the  year  1815.'  There  are  directions  in  both 
French  and  German  for  playing  with  these  cards,  which  were  published 
in  Vienna  in  1806.

CHAPTER  VI 

PLAYING  CARDS  IN  BELGIUM  AND  HOLLAND 

The  story  of  playing  cards  in  Flanders  begins  very  long  ago.  There  is  a 

little  book,  '  Cartes  a  Jouer  en  Belgique,  by  Alexandre  Pinchart,  chef  de 

section  aux  Archives  Generates  du  Royaume  a  Bruxelles.'  It  is  really  a 
compilation  of  excerpts  from  the  old  archives,  but  the  events  of  every  day 

are  recounted  so  simply  and  so  vividly  that  it  reads  like  a  diary  of  those 

high  and  far-off  times. 

In  1355  there  reigned  in  Brabant,  Wenceslas  and  Jeanne.  Their  gener- 
osity was  known  throughout  the  world ;  their  court  was  much  visited  and 

very  sumptuous.  Poets  gathered  there ;  the  duke  himself  dabbled  in  poetry. 

Not  a  week  passed  but  some  notable  minstrel  found  his  way  there.  Among 

the  French  ones  were  Guillaume  de  Machault  and  Eustache  Deschamps, 

his  pupil,  from  the  court  of  Charles  V,  and  Jean  de  Malines  and  Jean 

dTvoix.  Among  the  Flemish  ones  were  Augustin  de  Dordrecht,  Jean 

Dille,  Jean  Fisier,  and  Godefroid  de  Tricht. 

These  recounted  daily  the  occupations  of  the  duchess  and  the  duke. 

Often  they  went  to  attend  fetes  and  jousts  in  neighboring  countries. 

There  is  a  long  list  of  tourneys  which  took  place  in  various  parts  of  these 

ancient  duchies.  In  1379  at  a  fete  at  Bruxelles,  it  is  written  that  cards  were 

played. 

On  the  fourteenth  of  May,  Renier  Hollander,  receveur  general  de  Bra- 
bant, gave  to  Monseigneur  and  to  Madame  four  peters  and  two  florins  to 

buy  some  games  of  cards.  On  the  twenty-fifth  of  June  of  the  same  year  he 

paid  yet  other  monies  to  Ange  Van  der  Noel  for  a  game  of  cards  that  the 

duchess  had  bought  from  him. 

On  the  twenty-eighth  of  August,  1380,  there  is  paid  by  order  of  Jeanne 

to  a  certain  master  who  had  delivered  '  three  pairs  of  cards '  a  sum  of  two 
old  half  crowns.  The  twenty-first  of  November  following,  one  of  the 

servitors  of  the  duchess  received  a  florin  for  the  purchase  of  a  similar  game. 

For  these  cards  is  used  the  Flemish  word  1  quartspel,'  so  that  by  then  cards 
must  have  been  well  known  in  the  countryside  and  played  in  the  taverns. 

A  little  later,  the  duchess,  being  at  Ivoix,  in  the  duchy  of  Luxembourg, 

sent  two  of  her  servitors  to  Bruxelles  to  buy  two  packs  of  cards  which  cost 

a  peter  and  a  half  in  gold.  There  are  many  entries  to  both  the  duke  and 

the  duchess  for  monies  with  which  to  play  at  cards.  One  of  these  seems  to 

have  been  given  the  duchess  when  playing  with  her  husband. 

There  are  records  of  these  old  games  and  the  gains  and  losses  incurred. 
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Many  notables  of  many  different  courts  played  at  the  game  which  hap- 

pened to  be  the  favorite.  When  its  popularity  waned,  it  was  replaced  by 
another. 

In  1427  there  were  two  master  card-makers  in  Tournai,  Michel  Noel 

and  Philippe  du  Bos.  They  formed  a  guild  and  upon  its  records  each  regis- 
tered the  mark  he  chose  as  his  own.  One  was  a  rose,  the  other  a  wild  boar. 

Each  master  card-maker  had  as  his  helpers  those  who  prepared  the  colors, 

les  broyeurs;  those  who  applied  the  colors,  les  bruneteurs;  and  those  who 

prepared  the  paper,  les  carteurs.  Their  duties  are  clearly  defined  by  the 

rules  of  the  guild,  which  also  stipulate  the  colors  that  may  be  used.  The 

register  contains  the  names  of  many  women  who  worked  at  the  making  of 
cards. 

Tournai  was  a  center  of  the  arts.  It  numbered  among  its  citizens  paint- 
ers and  makers  of  missals,  workers  in  bronze,  carvers  of  wood,  sculptors, 

embroiderers  of  tapestries,  goldsmiths,  and,  later,  engravers  of  wood  and 

copper.  Many  of  these  also  turned  to  the  making  of  playing  cards  and  the 

industry  flourished  for  more  than  a  hundred  years. 

Before  leaving  the  fifteenth  century  we  ought  to  mention  a  painting  that 

has  been  attributed  to  Van  Eyck,  the  title  of  which  is  '  Philip  le  Bon  con- 

sulting a  card  fortune-teller.'  Whether  or  not  Van  Eyck  painted  it,  the 
costumes  are  those  of  the  reign  of  Charles  VIII,  and 

it  is  interesting  as  showing  cards  once  more  in  their 

old,  old  character  of  divination. 

Fifty  years  later  there  are  also  the  famous  prints  of 

Holbein, '  The  Dance  of  Death.'  One  of  them  shows  a 
gambling  party  interrupted  by  Death  and  the  Evil 
One.  On  a  table  is  the  five  of  diamonds,  and  the  ace  is 
on  the  floor. 

In  1533  there  is  a  volume  of  Latin  dialogues  on 

games,  printed  at  Antwerp,  and  we  find  the  French 
cards  used.  About  the  same  time,  Vives,  a  Spaniard, 

wrote  a  similar  book,  in  which  he  says  that  both  the 

French  and  Spanish  cards  are  used  in  the  Netherlands,  to  play  both 

French  and  Spanish  games. 

In  1522,  Robert  Peril,  an  engraver  of  wood  from  Liege,  came  to  Ant- 

werp, and  became  the  first  card-maker  there.  He  enjoyed  a  great  reputa- 

tion as  a  pattern-maker,  and  was  also  listed  as  a  haberdasher.  He  was 
followed  by  Jean  Maillart  from  Rouen,  who  was  inscribed  as  a  printer  in 

the  guild  of  Saint  Luc.  Card-making  throve  in  Antwerp,  and  for  more  than 
a  hundred  years  cards  were  exported  to  London  and  France,  recognizable 

always,  because  the  maker's  name  appears,  as  well  as  his  mark,  which  is 
sometimes  a  red  pig,  sometimes  a  wild  boar,  and  sometimes  a  rose.

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We  have  some  of  these  old  cards,  of  a  pack  of  fifty-two.  The  knave  of 

clubs  bears  the  maker's  name,  Jehan  Henault,  his  initials  appearing  in  a 
hexagon  above,  and  also  on  the  king  of  clubs.  The  cards  have  been  so  much 

used  that  it  is  impossible  to  distinguish  the  maker's  mark.  Other  cards 

very  similar  to  these  bear  the  initials  'G.  D.,'  probably  standing  for  Guil- 
laume  Daret,  another  maker  of  the  early  sixteenth  century.  Daret,  how- 

ever, is  of  Tournai,  while  Henault  is  a  cartier  at  Antwerp. 

During  the  seventeenth  century  cards  were  also  made  at  Liege,  at  Na- 

mur,  at  Gand,  and  at  Bruxelles,  'as  fine  as  might  be  desired.'  The  card- 
makers  at  Bruxelles  used  a  paper  specially  made  at  Liege  and  acquired  a 

great  reputation.  They  imitated  the  English  and  Swiss  cards,  and  '  stran- 

gers of  all  lands  admired  their  beauty  and  fineness.' 
A  tarot  series  with  the  old  emblematic  atouts  bears  the  initials  'P.  M.' 

on  Le  Charior.  This  may  be  for  Pierre  Mainet  (his  name  sometimes  also 

appears  as  Mannet,  Meniet,  Mainnet,  and  Minet),  cartier  at  Tournai. 

The  claims  that  have  been  put  forward  in  favor  of  many  cities  of  the 

Low  Countries,  as  the  scene  of  very  early  printing  —  Haarlem,  Utrecht, 

Louvain,  Deventer,  Alost,  Bruxelles  —  add  to  the  interest  of  these  old 
cards  from  wood  blocks,  as  well  as  to  that  of  those  early  records  which 

show  that  cards  were  not  only  painted  for  the  court,  but  produced  by  some 

other  and  cheaper  method  for  the  populace. 

There  is  a  fat  little  book,  five  hundred  and  twenty-eight  pages  thick, 

'  The  Spiritual  Card  Game  with  Hearts  Trumps,  or  the  Game  of  Love,  by 
the  Beverend  Father  Joseph  of  St.  Barbara,  a  barefoot  Carmelite.  Illus- 

trated and  adorned  with  many  copper  plates.  The  Third  Edition.  Ant- 

werp.' There  is  a  dedication,  followed  by  six  ecclesiastical  approvals,  dated 
1666. 

There  is  an  engraved  title-page  and  full-page  engravings  of  the  thirteen 
cards  of  the  heart  suit.  There  is  more  of  symbolism  in  this  game  of  the 

good  Flemish  father  than  is  found  in  similar  German  games,  and  there  is 

the  gentleness  and  the  reverence  of  a  Fra  Angelico  in  the  pictured  designs. 

The  king  shows  saints  and  the  great  of  the  earth,  kneeling  before  God  the 

Father;  the  queen  shows  two  saints  in  adoration  before  Mary,  the  Queen 

of  Heaven ;  the  knave  shows  the  rich  and  mighty  before  the  throne  of  the 
crucified  Christ.  The  ten  shows  Moses  with  the  Ten  Commandments,  each 

one  a  heart  upon  the  tables  of  stone;  the  nine  shows  nine  choirs  of  angels; 

the  eight  pictures  eight  Christian  virtues;  the  seven,  seven  works  of  mercy; 

the  six,  the  goals  to  be  striven  for  in  human  life;  the  five,  the  wounds  of 

Christ;  the  four,  the  last  ends,  being  the  death  and  the  ordeal,  hell  and 

heaven.  The  three  pictures  the  Holy  Family  ;  the  two,  the  worship  of  God 

the  Father  and  Mary  the  Mother;  and  the  one,  the  Truth  which  must  be  in 
a  Christian  Heart.

It  is  the  greatest  possible  contrast  to  the  card  games  for  which  Holland 

was  famous  fifty  years  later,  which  are  satires  presented  in  the  vein  of  the 

broad  Dutch  humor  of  the  eighteenth  century. 

The  earliest  of  these  pictorial  series  is  a  satire  on  the  Papacy.  Besides 

our  copy,  there  is  one  at  the  Bodleian,  and  one  in  the  Schreiber  Collection  at 

the  British  Museum.  All  of  the  papal  scandals  are  raked  up  and  pictured, 

so  that  the  use  of  the  cards  was  forbidden  to  all  good  Catholics,  and  all 

possible  copies  were  burned  by  the  command  of  Rome.  The  subjects  begin 

in  the  heart  suit  and  are  continued  through  diamonds,  clubs,  and  spades, 

though  they  do  not  follow  in  exact  chronological  sequence.  Pope  Joan  is  on 

the  three  of  hearts,  Luther  and  Calvin  are  in  the  club  suit,  and  the  spades 

tell  the  story  of  Pasquier  Quesnel  of  Amsterdam,  against  whom  Clement 
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XI  issued  a  bull  because  of  his  heresies.  The  little  cards  are  contemporary 

with  these  stirring  events,  which  accounts  for  the  great  interest  in  this 

episode.  The  title  cards,  of  which  there  are  two,  are  both  scathing  satires, 

and  on  one  it  is  lettered  that  the  cards  may  be  had  'at  Rome,  at  the 

Fisherman's  Ring,  by  Peter  Waanregt,  at  the  Crowned  Constitutions 
Nun.'  Each  card,  besides  the  engraved  picture  with  the  text  below,  has 
the  usual  suit  signs  and  numerals  or  initial  letter,  proclaiming  its  value,  as 

a  'card  for  playing.' 
The  next  series,  which  is  similar  to  these  cards,  is  a  satire  on  John  Law 

and  the  Mississippi  Rubble.  Again  there  are  two  title  cards,  the  one  show- 
ing the  cock  which  was  on  the  arms  of  John  Law  of  Lauriston  and  the 

other  bearing  the  name  of  the  game,  'April  Kaart  of  Kaart  Spel  van 

MISSISSIPPI  BUBBLE  CABDS  OF  1720 

In  the  series  of  1721  the  cat  on  the  four  of  spades  is  named  'Madame  la  Petite* 
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Momus  Naar  de  Nieuwste  Mode.'  John  Law's  Mississippi  Bubble  scheme 
started  about  1717,  was  at  its  height  in  1719,  and  collapsed  in  1720,  so  that 
Law  fled  from  Paris.  There  are  several  allusions  to  the  South  Sea  Com- 

pany. On  the  three  of  spades,  the  three  companies,  the  South  Sea,  the 

Mississippi,  and  the  West  Indian,  sit  side  by  side  in  a  swing.  On  the  four 

of  spades,  Madame  la  Petite  is  supposed  to  mean  the  wife  of  Thomas 

Knight,  the  cashier  of  the  South  Sea  Company,  who  bought  his  shares  in 

her  name.  A  booklet  issued  with  these  cards  describes  each  one  minutely. 

Below  the  engraving,  which  occupies  most  of  the  space  on  each,  is  a  cou- 

plet in  Dutch  verse,  and  each  card  has  also  the  usual  suit  sign  and  numeral 
or  letter. 

A  second  edition  of  these  cards  shows  the  same  designs,  but  the  couplets 

are  all  different,  and  one  of  the  title  cards  reads,  '  Pasquin's  Windkaart  op 

de  Windnegotie  van  't  Iaar  1720.'  The  other  title  card  is  the  familiar 
cock. 

Still  another  pack  of  pictorial  cards  was  issued  about  1740.  These  have 

the  usual  French  suit  signs  and  in  addition  a  design  characteristic  of  the 
humor  of  the  time  in  Holland.  The  court  cards  of  the  four  suits  satirize 

the  inhabitants  of  Europe,  America,  Asia,  and  Africa.  The  red  suits  are 

printed  in  red,  the  black  in  black,  from  copper  plates.  The  ace  of  clubs 

gives  the  name  of  the  maker,  * 't  Amsterd  by  A.  de  Winter.' 
There  is  another  series,  this  time  of  fifty  little  cards  with  vignettes  of 

various  subjects,  fairly  engraved.  According  to  the  catalogue  of  the 

Schreiber  Collection  in  the  British  Museum,  there  should  be  fifty  corre- 

sponding cards  with  inscriptions  of  a  fortune-telling  character,  and  also 

fifty  lottery  tickets;  the  three  sets  being  used  together,  to  play  the  '  lottery 

game'  which  was  popular  in  both  Holland  and  Germany  about  1720. 
Toward  the  end  of  the  seventeenth  century  the  card-makers  of  Lyons 

edited  cards  with  specially  designed  court  cards  for  export  to  Flanders, 

probably  to  compete  with  Rouen,  which  up  to  that  time  had  been  the  only 

town  in  France  to  export  their  cards  there.  A  government  report  of  1714 

says,  *  Indeed  the  reputation  of  the  cards  of  Rouen  is  known  in  Spain,  in 
Russia,  in  Switzerland,  in  Denmark,  in  England  and  especially  in  Flan- 

ders.' Later,  a  great  many  of  the  card-makers  of  Rouen,  because  of  the 
duties  imposed,  emigrated  to  Holland,  Belgium,  and  Germany  to  ply  their 
trade. 

The  editions  of  the  'Academie  des  Jeux,'  published  early  in  the  eight- 
eenth century  at  Amsterdam,  show  pictures  of  the  old  Dutch  cards.  They 

resemble  the  French  in  their  suit  marks,  though  the  court  cards  and  the 

atouts  are  more  of  the  German  type.  The  queen  is  called  Barbara,  and 

the  king,  though  lacking  the  dignity  of  the  French  one,  is  lettered,  '  K. 

David,' the  4 K' presumably  being  for  the  German  4 Koenig.'  The  knave 
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looks  like  a  Rotterdam  skipper,  and  is  named  'Pieter  Mefferdt,'  for  the 
card-maker  par  excellence  of  the  time  in  the  Low  Countries.1 

We  have  a  book  of  games,  6  Divertissemens  Innocens,'  published  at  The 
Hague  in  1696;  there  is  an  engraved  frontispiece  and  the  title-page  is 
charming  with  its  red  and  black  lettering,  detailing  the  names  of  the 

strange  old  games.  There  is  a  '  Maison  des  Jeux '  of  1702,  also  published  at 
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PLATE  FOR  '  LE  JEU  DE  l'hOMBRE  '  FROM  1  LA  PLUS  NOUVELLE  ACADEMIE  UNI VER SELLE 
DES  JEUX,'  LEYDEN,  1721 

The  Hague,  and  one  of  1721,  issued  at  Leiden.  In  1728,  a  three- volume 

edition  of  the  'Academie  des  Jeux'  was  published  at  Amsterdam  and 
from  that  time  on  the  Amsterdam  editions  rival  the  Paris  ones  in  num- 

bers; there  is  also  an  edition  of  'Hoyle's  Games'  published  at  Liege  in 
1794. 

The  ever-present  controversy  concerning  the  morality  of  gaming  also 

has  a  representative  at  Amsterdam  in  a  two-volume  'Traite  du  Jeu,'  by 
Jean  Barbeyrac,  published  in  1709.  A  three-volume  edition  was  also  issued 
in  1733. 

Among  the  Dutch  cards  are  some  stenciled  ones,  roughly  done  on  coarse

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paper.  On  the  back  of  each  is  lettered,  4  Made  by  H.  M.  Guest,  Klerks- 
dorp,  Traansvaal,  Feb.  1901,  during  the  Anglo  Boer  War.'  The  court 
cards  are  rough  silhouettes  in  purple,  but  they  are  most  amusing  pro- 
traits  of  the  English  royal  family.

Among  the  later  cards  made  in  Holland  and  Belgium,  the  majority  have 

the  French  suit  signs.  Sometimes  the  court  cards  resemble  the  French 

ones,  sometimes  the  German.  Often  the  name  of  the  maker  is  to  be  found 

on  the  queen  of  hearts,  and  the  name  of  the  city  where  he  works  on  the 

knave  of  clubs.  Very  often  these  packs  have  the  pictorial  aces. 

Many  of  the  cards  of  Belgium  are  made  at  Turnhout,  a  little  village  out- 
side of  Antwerp,  where  the  inhabitants  have  existed  for  many  years  by 

making  playing  cards  and  prayer  books,  and  the  old  processes  are  still 

used.  The  cards  are  printed  from  wood  blocks,  and  the  workers  take  them 

home  to  color  them.  An  old  motto  is  retained  on  the  ace  of  spades,  *  Dieu 

pour  Tous.'

CHAPTER  VII 

PLAYING  CARDS  IN  ENGLAND 

It  is  known  that  sometime  during  the  twelfth  century,  chess,  which  had 

found  its  way  from  India  into  Palestine,  was  brought  back  to  England 

and  the  Continent  by  returning  crusaders.  A  manuscript  in  the  British 

Museum,  describing  the  later  crusade  under  Richard  Cceur  de  Lion  says 

'And  Kyng  Rychard  stode  and  playe 
At  the  Chesse  in  his  galley.' 

A  curious  old  edict  is  also  preserved  there,  which  shows  the  state  of  gaming 

among  Richard's  followers.  It  reads:  'No  person  in  the  army  is  permitted 
to  play  at  any  sort  of  game  for  money  except  knights  and  clergymen;  who 

in  one  whole  day  and  night  shall  not,  each,  lose  more  than  twenty  shillings, 

on  pain  of  forfeiting  one  hundred  shillings  to  the  archbishop  of  the  army. 

The  two  Kings  may  play  for  what  they  please;  but  their  attendants  not 

for  more  than  twenty  shillings,  otherwise  they  are  to  be  whipped  through 

the  army  for  three  days.' 

In  the  Wardrobe  Rolls  of  Edward  I  there  is  a  game  mentioned, '  Quatuor 

reges,'  which  was  at  first  supposed  to  mean  cards.  It  has  been  pointed  out, 
however,  that  Chaucer,  a  hundred  years  later,  in  his  intimate  description 

of  fourteenth-century  England,  does  not  mention  cards,  but  says  only 
that 

'They  dancen  and  they  play  at  ches  and  tables' 

and  the  game  of  King  Edward  was  undoubtedly  chess. 

It  is  probable  that  it  was  in  the  early  fifteenth  century,  during  the  con- 
stant fighting  in  Normandy  and  Touraine,  Anjou  and  Poitou,  that  English 

soldiers  brought  French  cards  back  with  them  to  England.  These  cards 

must  have  served  as  models  for  English  makers.  For  in  spite  of  the  fact 

that  paper  was  not  made  in  England  until  the  end  of  the  century,  we  find 

the  importation  of  playing  cards  forbidden  in  1463  upon  the  petition  of  the 

English  artificers. 

About  1484,  they  seem  to  have  become  an  important  part  of  the  Christ- 

mas festivities,  at  least  among  the  upper  classes,  and  in  1495  an  edict  of 

Henry  VII  forbade  their  use  to  servants  and  apprentices  except  during  the 

Christmas  holidays. 

Henry  apparently  knew  only  too  well  the  fascination  of  this  new  game, 

*  cards  for  playing,'  for  among  his  private  expenses  are  several  entries  for 
money  for  losses  at  cards.  Perhaps  his  daughter  inherited  his  taste  for 

gaming,  for  of  James  IV  and  his  bride  it  is  written,  'The  Kynge  came 
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prively  to  the  said  castell,  and  entered  within  the  chammer  with  a  small 

company,  where  he  found  the  Queene  playing  at  Cardes.' 
The  costumes  of  the  English  court  cards,  or  '  coate  cards '  as  they  used 

to  be  called,  are  of  the  time  of  Henry  VII.  The  queens  wear  the  queer 

lappets  over  their  ears  which  were  worn  by  the  ladies  of  Henry's  court,  but 
their  way  of  wearing  their  crowns  on  the  very  backs  of  their  heads  did  not 

come  into  vogue  until  Elizabeth's  time.  The  knaves,  with  their  flat  caps 

'  Broade  on  the  crowne  like  the  battlements  of  a  house,'  are  like  the  figures 
pictured  in  the  paintings  and  tapestries  of  that  far-off  day,  and  their 

'striped  stockings,  red  greene  and  yallowe,' 1  are  to  be  found  on  many  an 

old  figure  in  the  early  wood  cuts.  A  '  knave '  in  those  days  was  used  in  the 

same  way  as  the  French  'valet,'  and  merely  meant  a  son.  Later,  it  came  to 

mean  a  rogue,  and  from  that  meaning  our  present  term,  'jack,'  is  supposed 

to  have  come.  Originally  it  was  'Jack  a  napes,'  which  in  its  turn  was  from 

'Jack  a  naipes,'  'naipes'  being  the  Spanish  word  for  cards. 
In  each  country  the  old  cards  endure,  unchanged  through  the  centuries, 

the  favored  colors  and  characteristics  persisting,  as  individual  and  faithful 

a  mirror  of  the  taste  and  temperament  and  traditions  of  the  people  as 
other  branches  of  their  arts. 

It  is  curious  to  see  how  from  the  very  first  cards  made  for  export  have 

conformed  with  the  accepted  idea  of  the  country  for  which  they  were  made, 

and  what  small  favor  has  been  vouchsafed  foreign  cards.  An  early  English 

advertisement  reads  persuasively : '  Spanish  cards  lately  brought  from  Vigo. 
Being  pleasant  to  the  eye  by  their  curious  colors  and  quite  different  from 

ours,  may  be  had  at  Is.  a  pack  at  Mrs.  Baldwin's  in  Warwick  Lane.'  But 
this  effort  to  introduce  Spanish  cards  failed  utterly,  as  did  many  others. 

So,  too,  have  all  attempts  to  improve  the  bizarre  old  figures  with  which  we 

are  familiar.  Many  innovations  have  been  offered  from  time  to  time,  but 

they  have  been  popular  only  as  novelties,  which  is  also  true  of  the  many 

educational,  historical,  and  fanciful  cards  which  reflect  entertainingly  the 

sentiments,  the  outstanding  events,  and  the  styles  of  their  times.  But  for 

serious  card-playing  the  unchanging  old  conventional  cards  have  always 
been  preferred. 

By  1628  there  were  so  many  card-makers  in  London  that  they  formed 
themselves  into  a  company  under  the  protection  of  a  royal  charter.  The 

title  of  the  company  of  card-makers  was  'The  Master,  Wardens  and 
Commonalty  of  the  Mistery  of  the  Makers  of  Playing  Cards  of  the  City  of 

London.'  The  archives  of  the  company  record  the  entry  of  many  marks 
that  their  owners  wished  to  protect,  and  it  is  interesting  to  note  that  two 

of  these,  the  rose  and  the  wild  boar,  were  identical  with  the  marks  regis- 
tered two  hundred  years  earlier  at  Tournai. 

1  Samuel  Rowlands:  The  Four  Knaves.    London,  1611. 
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In  1706  there  was  entered  the  mark  of  King  Henry  VIII;  in  1714  the 

mark  of  the  Merry  Andrew,  and  in  1741  the  Great  Mogul  and  the  Valiant 

Highlander;  and  these  survived  for  almost  two  centuries.  In  the  latter  half 

of  the  nineteenth  century  they  seem  to  have  become  the  property  of  any 

maker  who  chose  to  use  them,  and  they  indicate  quality  in  the  following 

order:  Great  Mogul,  Henry  VIII,  Valiant  Highlander,  and  Merry  Andrew. 

An  early  writer  inveighing  against  gaming  says:  'The  Playe  of  Cards  is 
an  invention  of  the  Devill,  which  he  found  out,  that  he  might  the  easilier 

bring  in  ydolatrie  amongst  men.  For  the  Kings  and  Coate  Cards  that  we 

use  nowe,  were  in  olde  time  the  images  of  idols  and  false  gods:  which  since 

they  that  would  seeme  christians,  have  changed  into  Charlemaigne,  Laun- 

celot,  Hector,  and  such  like  names,  because  they  would  not  seeme  to  imi- 

tate their  idolatrie  therein,  and  yet  maintaine  the  playe  itself.' 
Satires  and  epigrams  were  the  most  fashionable  form  of  writing  for  a 

while,  and  cards  hold  a  conspicuous  place  as  a  popular  subject.  In  'The 

Four  Knaves,'  which  Samuel  Rowlands  wrote  in  1611,  the  knaves  plead  for 
a  change  in  the  fashion  of  their  attire,  which  even  then  was  out  of  date. 

There  are  numerous  allusions  to  amusing  tracts  and  pamphlets  that  have 

gone  before;  when  a  wit  or  gallant  'wore  a  pair  of  velvet  breeches,  with 
panes  or  slashes  of  silk,  an  enormous  starched  ruff,  a  gilt  handled  sword, 

and  a  Spanish  dagger ;  and  played  at  cards  or  dice  in  the  chambers  of  the 

groom  porter,  and  smoked  tobacco  in  the  tilt  yard,  or  at  the  play  house'; 
when  an  astrologer  from  the  sacred  precincts  of  Cambridge  dares  make 

dire  prognostications  that  fill  the  kingdom  with  concern,  and  when  the 

kingdom  seems  not  only  to  have  ears  for  astrologers,  but  for  all '  Couzening 

Knaves.'  How  one  of  these  is  brought  to  grief  is  amusingly  told  in  'How 

Maister  Hobson  Ray  ted  the  Divell  with  a  Dog.'  It  reads:  'Not  farre  from 

Maister  Hobson's  house  there  dwelled  one  of  the  cunning  men,  otherwise 
called  fortune  tellers,  such  cossening  companions  as  at  this  day  (by  their 

crafts)  make  simple  women  beleeve  how  they  can  tell  what  husbands  they 

shall  have,  how  many  children,  how  many  sweetharts,  and  such  like:  if 

goods  bee  stole,  who  hath  them,  with  promise  to  helpe  them  to  their  losses 

againe:  with  many -other  like  deceittfull  elusions.  To  this  wise  man  (as 
some  terms  him)  goes  Maister  Hobson,  not  to  reap  any  benefit  by  his 

crafty  cunning,  but  to  make  a  jest  and  tryall  of  his  experience;  so  causing 

one  of  his  servants  to  lead  a  mastif  dog  after  him,  staying  at  the  cunning 

man's  doore  with  the  dog  in  his  hand,  up  goes  Maister  Hobson  to  the  wise 
man,  requesting  his  skil,  for  he  had  lost  ten  pound  lately  taken  from  him 

by  theeves,  but  when  and  how  he  knew  not  well:  the  cunning  man,  knowing 

Maister  Hobson  to  be  one  of  his  neighbors  and  a  man  of  good  reputation, 

fell  (as  he  made  showe)  to  conjuring  and  casting  of  figures,  and  after  a  few 

words  of  incantation,  as  his  common  use  was,  he  tooke  a  very  large  faire 
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looking  glasse,  and  bade  Maister  Hobson  to  looke  in  the  same,  but  not  to 

cast  his  eyes  backward  in  any  case;  the  which  hee  did  and  therein  saw  the 

picture  of  a  huge  and  large  oxe,  with  two  broad  homes  on  his  head,  the 
which  was  no  otherwise  but  (as  hee  had  often  deceitfully  shewd  to  others) 

a  cossening  fellow  like  the  cunning  man  himselfe,  clothed  in  an  oxe  hide, 

which  fellow  he  maintained  as  his  servant,  to  blinde  the  peoples  eyes  with- 

all,  and  to  make  them  beleeve  he  could  shew  them  the  Divell  at  his  pleas- 

ure in  a  glasse :  this  vision  Maister  Hobson  perceiving,  and  guessing  at  the 

knavery  thereof,  gave  a  whistle  for  his  dog,  which  then  stayed  below  at  the 

doore  in  his  man's  keeping,  which  whistle  being  no  sooner  heard,  but 
the  dog  ran  up  stayers  to  his  maister  as  he  had  beene  mad,  and  presently 

fastened  upon  the  poore  fellow  in  the  oxe  hide,  and  so  tore  him  as  it  was 

pittifull  to  see :  the  cunning  man  cried  For  the  passion  of  God  take  off  your 

dog:  No  (quoth  Maister  Hobson)  let  the  Divill  and  the  dogge  fight:  ven- 
ture thou  thy  Devill,  and  I  will  venture  my  dog.  To  conclude,  the  oxe 

hide  was  torne  from  the  fellow's  backe  and  so  their  knaveries  were  dis- 

covered, and  their  cunning  shifts  layd  open  to  the  world.' 

Good  Maister  Hobson's  expose  did  not  do  away  with  the  desire  for 
fortune-telling,  for  there  are  many  subsequent  fortune-telling  series  of 

cards  published  in  old  England,  and  the  chap-books  are  mute  evidence  of 

the  popularity  of  the  subject  with  their  titles,  'The  Dreamer's  Oracle,' 

4 Fortune-Telling  by  Cards,'  and  'Napoleon's  Book  of  Fate.'  There  is  a 
fortune-telling  series  of  fifty-two  cards,  with  two  cards  of  explanation, 

published  in  1665.  In  the  upper  left-hand  corner  of  each  card  is  the  usual 
suit  sign,  and  the  cards  in  each  of  the  four  suits  are  numbered  I  to  XIII. 

The  cards  bearing  the  odd  numbers  each  have  a  circle  with  signs  of  the 

zodiac  upon  them,  the  even  numbered  cards  each  holding  thirteen  num- 

bered answers.  The  court  cards  are  variously  named  —  Cupid,  Semira- 
mis,  Wat  Tyler,  Holophernes,  Mahomet,  Proserpina,  Nimrod,  Hewson, 

Clytemnestra,  and  Pharaoh  appearing  as  full  length  figures.  On  each  king 

are  five  numbered  questions,  such  as  'whether  the  person  is  beloved  or 

not.'  According  to  the  directions,  'When  any  person  is  desirous  to  try 
their  fortune,  let  them  go  to  one  of  the  four  kings  and  choose  what  ques- 

tion they  please,'  and  the  elaborate  process  involving  the  other  cards  is 

described  at  length.  The  explanation  ends,  'The  stars  foretell,  they  love 

you  well.' During  the  troubled  years  succeeding  the  fall  of  Charles,  the  demand 

for  cards  could  not  have  been  great.  There  is  a  curious  little  alphabet  game 

of  this  time,  each  card  having  two  rows  of  letters  upon  it  and  through  the 

space  in  the  middle  runs  a  couplet,  such  as 

'  Od  cypherd  year  are  Leap  yr.  never 

Even  cyphered  yr.  are  Leap  yr.  ever.' 
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FORTUNE-TELLING  CARDS  PURUSHED  IN  1665 

The  usual  suit  signs  are  placed  diagonally  on  each  card,  and  its  value 

designated  by  Roman  numerals,  while  the  court  cards  and  aces  are  marked 

by  the  letters  L,  C,  D,  and  M.  It  is  hard  to  tell  whether  they  are  meant  for 

a  children's  game  or  as  a  sort  of  ecclesiastical  calendar,  which  many  of  the 

couplets  seem  to  imply.  They  are  probably  the  '  Scholer's  Practicall  Cards ' 
published  by  F.  Jackson,  M.A.,  in  1656.  A  little  book  of  instructions  tells 

how  to  spell,  write,  cipher  and  cast  accounts  by  means  of  the  cards. 

Several  games  might  also  be  played  with  them,  among  them  Saunt,  an 

early  English  name  for  piquet. 

With  the  accession  of  Charles  II,  cards  were  again  in  favor.  An  heraldic 

series,  not  unlike  the  French  heraldic  cards  of  de  Brianville,  were  issued 

about  1675  by  Richard  Blome.  On  the  three  of  hearts  is  a  dedication  of  the 

cards  to  the  second  Duke  of  Albemarle,  signed  'Ric.  Blome.'  The  suit  of 
hearts  has  the  armorial  bearings  of  ten  different  persons  of  rank,  from  the

king  to  a  squire,  and  the  other  suits  are  given  to  the  depiction  of  the 

various  '  charges '  used  in  heraldry. 

Another  pack  of  fifty-two  cards  is  that  of  'The  Arms  of  the  English 

Peers  in  1684.'  They  are  uncolored,  each  card  bearing  the  usual  suit  sign 
and  number,  the  court  cards  having  initials  for  prince,  queen,  and  king. 

One  of  the  most  famous,  certainly  one  of  the  rarest  of  all  the  series  of 

heraldic  cards  is  4  The  Blazoning  of  the  Ensignes  Armorial  of  the  Kingdoms 
of  Scotland,  England,  France  and  Ireland  and  of  the  coats  of  arms  of  the 

Nobility  of  Scotland.  As  they  are  Illustrate  upon  the  Cards  Armorial.' 
This  is  their  full  title  as  it  appears  in  the  supplement  to  the  second  edition 

of  Camden's  'Description  of  Scotland,'  which  was  published  in  Edinburgh 
in  1694.  The  cards  are  from  copper  plates,  colored  by  hand,  the  work  of 

Walter  Scott,  an  Edinburgh  goldsmith.  They  are  the  only  known  cards 

with  a  directly  Scotch  origin  and  are  of  the  greatest  rarity.    In  the  com-

plete  set  there  are  fifty-two  cards  and  two  extra  ones,  one  bearing  the 

title  beneath  the  arms  of  Edinburgh,  '  Phylarcharum  Scotorum  Gentilicia 
insigna  illustria  a  Gualtero  Scot  Aurifice  Chartis  Iusorijs  Exepressa 

Sculpsit  Edinburgi  Anno  Dom:  1691.'  The  other  bears  the  seal  of  the 
Lyon  office  impaled  with  the  arms  of  Sir  Alexander  Erskine  of  Cambo. 

Sir  Walter  Scott  is  said  to  have  had  one  of  these  packs  of  cards  at  Ab- 

bot sf  or  d,  on  which  he  noted  that  one  Walter  Scott,  goldsmith,  of  Edin- 
burgh, was  admitted  into  the  fraternity  of  his  craft  in  1686,  and  another 

Walter  Scott  in  1701. 

The  English  geographical  cards  begin  with  a  series  issued  in  1675,  each 

with  the  usual  suit  signs  stenciled  in  color,  and  the  numerals  numbered 

from  I  to  X.  The  king  of  each  suit  shows  a  portrait  head  of  Charles  II, 

and  the  queen,  that  of  Catherine  of  Braganza.  Most  of  the  space  on  each 

card  is  taken  up  with  a  map  of  one  of  the  counties  of  England.  The  card 

of  explanation  reads:  'The  four  suits  are  the  four  parts  of  England,  the  13 
northern  counties  are  clubs,  the  western  are  spades,  the  eastern  are  hearts, 

and  the  southern  are  diamonds.  In  each  card  you  have  a  map  of  the  county 

with  the  chiefe  towns  and  rivers,  a  compass  for  the  bearings  and  a  scale  for 

mensuration,  there  is  also  given  the  length,  breadth  and  circumference  of 

each  county,  the  latitude  of  the  chiefe  citty  or  towne,  and  its  distance  from 

London,  first  the  Reputed,  and  then  the  Measured  Miles  by  Esquire 

Ogilby.  By  his  leave  we  have  inserted,  there  is  also  the  road  from  London 

to  each  Citty  or  Towne,  the  Great  Roads  are  drawn  with  a  double  line, 

the  other  roads  a  single  line,  as  also  the  hills  and  other  Remarks.  The  use 

of  these  cards  are  the  same  with  the  common  cards  in  all  respects  only  use- 

ing  the  numbers  of  these  instead  of  the  spots  on  the  other.' 
An  edition  five  years  later  gives  the  same  little  maps  and  statistics,  but 

the  sequence  of  the  counties  is  changed.  The  'chiefe  cittys'  are  marked  in

The  court  cards  of  each  suit  are  king,  queen,  and  prince.  The  arms  of  the  four  kingdoms 
are  shown  on  the  four  kings,  the  arms  of  dukes  are  on  the  queens,  and  those  of  marquises 

on  the  princes.  The  numeral  cards  show  the  arms  of  earls,  viscounts,  and  barons.

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red,  and  there  is  a  red  border  around  each  card  of  the  red  suits.  We  have 

Esquire  Ogilby's  'England  Exactly  Described,  or  a  Guide  to  Travellers,'  a 
book  of  folding  maps,  the  originals  of  those  on  the  cards.  As  in  the  cards, 
where  the  maps  are  only  a  sixth  of  the  size  of  these,  each  county  is  shown 
alone.  They  show  the  high  roads  that  led,  as  all  high  roads  did,  to  London, 
with  the  taverns  marked  and  the  times  for  changing  horses;  the  little  roads 

and  the  little  rivers  that  meander  pleasantly  down  from  the  '  chief e  hills' 
that  soar  in  line  after  line;  there  are  cathedral  towns  with  their  spires,  and 
castles  with  their  battlements  and  best  of  all,  the  forests,  thick  clumps 
of  little  Kate  Greenaway  trees,  Sherwood,  and  Arden  and  Windsor  and 
all  the  rest. 

A  less  interesting  game,  because  it  lacks  the  cunning  maps,  is  'The 
Geography  of  England  and  Wales,  accurately  delineated  on  fifty  two 
cards,  including  the  boundaries,  extent,  products, 

manufactures,  etc.,  of  each  county,  with  direc- 

tions for  playing  an  entertaining  game.  Published 

September  20, 1799,  by  J.  Wallis,  16  Ludgate  St., 

London.'  As  in  the  earlier  games  there  is  a  card 
for  each  county,  but  the  information  is  simply 
listed  on  each  one. 

A  geographical  series  of  the  world,  published 

in  1678,  devotes  the  heart  suit  to  Europe,  the 

diamonds  to  Asia,  the  spades  to  Africa,  and  the 

clubs  to  America.  The  court  cards  are  distin- 

guished by  medallion  portraits,  hand-colored, 
mostly  of  contemporary  rulers  in  the  part  of  the 
world  described.  The  ace  of  each  suit  serves  as  a 

tabular  classification,  and  the  most  of  each  card 

is  taken  up  with  a  description  of  that  part  of  the  the  queen  of  clubs  from 

world  the  name  of  which  appears  at  the  top.    the  English  geographical r<         l  -  .ii  i  ii  •      •        CARDS  OF  1678 
ror  Americans,  particularly,  the  club  suit  is 

most  entertaining:  The  king  is  John  IV  of  Portugal,  and  the  card  is 

appropriately  given  to  a  description  of  Brazil,  which  was  part  of  his  do- 

main. The  queen  shows  Queen  Elizabeth,  presiding  over  the  'English 

Plantations  on  or  near  the  continent  of  America,'  presumably  because 

'Verginia'  had  been  named  for  her.  The  jack  is  a  'Cannibal'  and  the 
West  Indies  are  described  as  the  Cannibal  Islands,  while  the  divisions 

shown  on  the  nine  remaining  numerals  are  'The  Artick  or  Polar  Land,' 
the  Western  Coast  of  Southern  America,  Mexico  or  New  Spain,  Florida, 

Canada  or  New  France,  the  Chief  Islands,  Paraguay,  New  Mexico,  and 

Terra  Firma,  which  is  Panama,  Central  America,  and  the  northern  shore 
of  South  America. 
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An  even  more  enlightening  series  is  the  one  published  in  1665  by  H. 

Winstanley,  at  Littlebury,  whose  name  is  on  the  ace  of  hearts.  His  cards 

not  only  describe  the  far  lands  and  their  inhabitants,  but  picture  them  as 

well.  Again,  hearts  represent  Europe,  diamonds  Asia,  spades  Africa,  and 

clubs  America.  They  picture  and  describe  most  vividly  '  Jamestown  and 

the  Verginians,'  'Boston  and  the  New  English,'  'Bearford  and  the  Green- 

landers,'  'Witsborg  and  the  Australes,'  'Saint  Iago  and  the  Chilians,' 

'Saint  Salvador  and  the  Brasilians,'  'Assumption  and  the  Paraguys,'  'Lima 

and  the  Peruvians,'  'Saint  Foy  de  Bogota  and  the  Castellans,'  'Santa  Fe 

and  the  Calif ornians,'  'Mexico  and  the  Mexicans,'  'Quebec  and  the  Cana- 

dians.' The  text,  particularly  about  the  Spanish  settlements,  is  so  sur- 
prising that  it  is  a  temptation  to  quote  many  of  these  little  cards.  We  have 

thirty-seven  cards  of  this  series,  and  six  which  are  reprints  from  an  in- 
complete pack  in  the  British  Museum.  We  have  seen  a  most  delightful 

uncut  edition,  presumably  unique;  the  title-page  reads  'All  the  principall 
Nations  of  the  World,  presented  in  their  Habits  or  Fashions  of  Dressing 

with  a  Prospect  of  Their  Capital  Citys  and  a  Geography cal  Description  of 

the  Provinces  and  Citys  and  Remarkable  Places  in  and  Belonging  or  De- 
pending to  Ech  Government  with  an  observation  of  their  Fruitful ness, 

Trading,  Religions,  and  as  Much  of  History  of  all  as  Could  be  Contained 

in  so  Small  a  Space.  And  which  is  most  Humbly  Presented  and  Dedicated 

to  the  Honourable  Herbert  Esq.  not  for  his  Improvement  But  that  it  was 

Part  of  his  Studys  and  from  Whom  I  must  own  to  have  Received  most  of 

my  Instructions  in  the  Composing  of  these  Cards.  And  therefore  they 

haveing  so  Honourable  a  Birth  I  shall  not  use  many  Arguments  to  Per- 
swade  how  advantageous  they  may  be  to  all  Persons  that  will  bear  in  mind 

whay  is  said  in  few  words  of  so  great  a  subject.  H.  Winstanley,  Little- 

bury,  fecit.' 

A  little  book  covered  in  cherry-colored  silk  contains  '  A  brief  explanation 
of  The  Countries,  &  represented  by  the  New  Geographical  Cards.  London : 

Published  by  C.  Hodges  Stationer,  27  Portman  street.  1827.'  The  cards 
are  beautifully  made  from  steel  plates  and  colored  by  hand,  with  much 

gold.  The  heart  suit  is  carmine,  the  clubs  are  green  trefoils,  the  diamonds 

gold,  and  the  spades  blue  pike  heads.  Besides  these  suit  signs,  arranged  in 

the  conventional  way,  each  numeral  card  bears  a  map  of  some  part  of  the 

world,  those  in  the  heart  suit  being  European  countries,  spades  American, 

clubs  African,  and  diamonds  Asiatic.  The  court  cards  are  attempts  at  full- 

length  portraits  of  contemporary  rulers,  for  the  most  part.  But  the  Ameri- 
can suit  has  George  Washington,  as  a  young  man  and  without  powdered 

hair,  for  the  king,  while  the  queen  and  jack  are  Indians. 

Of  the  seventeenth-century  'cards  for  playing'  there  are  some  which 
were  made  by  L.  Hewson,  whose  name  is  on  the  knave  of  clubs,  in  the 
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GEOGRAPHICAL  PLAYING  CARDS  OF  1827 

The  spade  is  supposed  to  be  a  portrait  of  young  George  Washington 

French  manner.  This  Hewson,  the  card-maker,  was  a  son  of  Hewson,  the 

cobbler,  one  of  Cromwell's  generals  who  was  caricatured  mercilessly  in  nu- 
merous satires.  The  cards  are  printed  from  wood  blocks  and  colored  with 

stencil,  and  are  cut  very  unevenly.  Neither  the  texture  of  the  cards  nor 

the  workmanship  compares  with  that  of  the  educational  cards  of  the  same 

time.  Perhaps  it  was  because  of  the  poor  quality  that  the  cards  from  the 

Continent  were  preferred,  or  possibly  the  French  and  Belgian  ones  were 

cheaper  or  more  pleasing  in  design.  Hewson's  cards  certainly  do  not  com- 
pare with  French  cards  of  that  time,  in  any  respect.  At  any  rate,  in  spite 

of  the  law  against  their  importation,  the  foreign  cards  were  most  used  at 

the  gay  court  of  Charles  II. 

Following  a  petition  of  the  Company  of  Card-Makers,  a  proclamation 
was  issued  in  1684  strictly  forbidding  their  importation  and  threatening 

seizure,  whenever  they  were  found.  The  Company  on  their  side  established 

an  office  for  sealing  all  playing  cards  of  English  manufacture,  and  regulat- 
ing the  price  at  which  they  were  to  be  sold.  An  advertisement  of  this  time 

explains  how  many  poor  persons  are  deprived  of  a  way  of  making  their 

living  because  of  the  unlawful  importation  of  cards  from  other  lands.  An 

advertisement  of  the  next  year  states  that  a  surveyor  has  been  appointed 

to  approve  the  quality  of  the  cards  before  sealing. 

Mr.  H.  D.  Phillips,  an  English  card-maker  of  the  late  nineteenth  century, 
in  the  catalogue  of  his  collection  of  playing  cards,  makes  the  following 

interesting  observations  concerning  English  cards: 

*  For  determining  the  periods  at  which  certain  packs  of  English  cards  were 
issued,  something  must  be  said,  which,  up  to  the  present,  has  not  been 

definitely  stated.  A  hint  on  the  subject  was  given  by  Cavendish  in  4 'Card 

Essays,"  London,  1879;  "Duties  on  Playing  Cards,"  pages  85-102;  but  the 
means  of  ascertaining  an  approximate  date  for  the  particular  pack  issued 

at  any  time  between  the  years  1712  and  1862  has  never  been  set  forth  in 

clear  terms.  Cards  issued  before  1712  must  be  judged  by  pattern  and  make, 
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by  historical  references  contained  within  the  pack  or  by  such  outside 
references  as  may  be  found  in  the  advertisements  of  card-makers  —  as  the 

well-known  Lenthall  advertisement  —  or  in  the  newspaper  notices  of  the 
period.

Yet  nevertheless  for  that  period  of  one  hundred  and  fifty  years  there 

has  been  within  all  packs  of  cards,  published  according  to  law,  a  complete 

evidence  of  the  period  of  issue  hitherto  unexplained,  but  denoted  by  the 

duty  marks,  taken  together  with  the  name  of  the  sovereign  in  whose  reign 

they  were  issued,  the  duties  varying  from  6ef.  to  2/6  in  an  ascending  scale, 

and  then  falling  from  the  highest  point  to  3d. 

Duties  on  cards  were  imposed  for  two  reasons:  first,  to  prevent  the 

importation  of  foreign  cards,  and  second,  as  a  means  of  revenue,  made  by 
Act  of  Parliament. 

In  order  to  show  briefly  the  means  resorted  to  under  these  two  heads, 

the  main  points  of  the  Letters  Patent,  Orders  of  Council,  and  Acts  of 
Parliament  are  here  recited : 

1615.  July  20th.  -Letters  Patent  granted  by  James  I  to  Sir  Richard  Con- 

ingsby  for  the  *  imposition  of  five  shillings  upon  every  grosse  of  Play- 

ing Cards  that  shall  be  Imported  into  this  Kingdom '  and  an  office 

created  of  'Inspector  of  all  Playing  Cards  imported.' 
This  was  an  easy  means  of  paying  off  a  debt  due  from  King  James 

to  Sir  Richard  Coningsby. 

1616.  The  card-makers  remonstrate  against  Coningsby 's  patent. 
1628.  October  22nd.  Worshipful  Company  of  Makers  of  Playing  Cards 

incorporated  by  Charter  of  the  4th,  Charles  I,  with  powers  to  seize 

foreign  cards,  or  'cards  defectively  made  or  unsealed,'  on  condition 
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that  the  company  thus  incorporated  should  pay  two  shillings  on 

every  gross  of  packs  '  made  and  sealed  as  thereafter  appointed '  and 
1/  —  to  the  officer  appointed  to  receive  the  same. 

1631.  The  Commons  complained  of  the  duty  on  cards  as  'arbitrary  and 

illegal,  and  being  levied  without  the  consent  of  Parliament.' 

1638.  Proclamation  14th,  Charles  I,  18th  June.  No  one  to  4  seal  cards '  but 

his  Majesty's  officer,  and  no  cards  to  be  imported  or  if  imported,  the 

said  officer  to  seize  same.  All  foreign  cards  seized  to  be  'put  into 

English  Binders.' 
1643.  July  11th.  Orders  to  seize  all  imported  cards  and  proceed  against 

the  importers. 

1684.  November  7th.  Charles  II  orders  all  foreign  playing  cards  imported 

to  be  'Seized  and  condemned.' 

Next  is  an  enactment  of  duty  by  legal  means: 

1710.  9th  Queen  Anne,  c.  23,  XXXIX.  That  from  and  after  11th  June 

1711,  for  a  period  of  32  years, '  all  playing  cards  made  in  or  imported 

into  Great  Britain'  shall  pay  a  duty  of  6d  per  pack.  Cards  not  to  be 

removed  from  the  maker's  premises  until  the  '  seal  upon  the  paper 

and  thread  enclosing  every  pack  of  cards'  was  approved  by  the 

Commissioners  appointed  to  receive  the  'vellum  parchment  and 

paper  duties.' 

After  long  series  of  protests  by  card-makers,  paper-makers,  and  im- 

porters, and  the  working,  or  'Poor  Card-Makers,'  against  the  duty: 

1711.  10th  Queen  Anne,  c.  19,  CLX-CLXII.  Cards  that  were  made  and 
finished  before  the  12th  June  1711,  were  to  be  sealed  for  l/2d  per 

pack  if  taken  to  the  Stamp  Office  for  the  Vellum,  Parchment  and 

Paper  Duties.  But  from  and  after  August  12th,  1712,  no  cards  were 

to  be  exposed  for  sale,  or  used  for  play  in  any  public  gaming  house 

unless  the  wrapper  was  'sealed  and  stamped  or  marked '  and  one  of 

the  cards  'stamped  or  marked  on  the  spotted  or  printed  side.' 

1719.  6th  Geo.  I,  c.  21,  LVII-LX.  A  10  pound  penalty  imposed  on  any 

one  re-issuing  or  using  old  stamps  or  seals,  and  other  provisions 
against  frauds  on  the  Revenue. 

1756.  29th  Geo.  II,  c.  13.  That  from  and  after  the  passing  of  this  Act, 

there  shall  be  paid  '  For  every  pack  of  such  cards  the  sum  of  6d  over 

and  above  the  duty  of  sixpence  payable  for  the  same.'  Also  that  the 

Commissioners  shall  cause  to  be  made  '  a  seal,  stamp  or  mark  to  be 

used  to  denote  the  additional  duties  hereby  granted.'  That  cards 
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for  exportation  shall  have  a  special  wrapper,  and  that  one  card  in 

each  such  pack  shall  be  specially  stamped  as  for  export. 

1765.  5th  Geo.  Ill,  c.  46,  IX-XVH.  That  from  and  after  5th  July,  1765, 

'  Every  maker  of  playing  cards  in  Great  Britain  shall  send  to  the 
Commissioners  for  the  Stamp  Duties  on  vellum,  parchment  and 

paper,  in  order  to  have  as  many  several  aces  marked  or  impressed 

thereon  as  such  maker  shall  desire.  .  .  .'  also  to  send  'jews  or  wrap- 
pers for  inclosing  cards  in  order  that  the  same  may  be  stamped  and 

delivered  again.  .  .  and  that  the  Commissioners  shall  and  may  de- 
note one  of  the  sixpenny  duties  charged  on  playing  cards  in  Great 

Britain  on  such  4  jew  or  wrapper.' 

ENGLISH  PLAYING  CARDS,  1765 

1776.  16th  George  III,  c.  34,  VI-XVII.  That  from  and  after  June  1st, 

1776,  sixpence  extra  duty  be  imposed  and  that  in  order  to  'prevent 

the  multiplication  of  stamps  upon  such  pieces  of  vellum,  or  parch- 

ment or  sheets  of  paper  on  which  several  duties  are  by  several  /Vets 

of  Parliament  imposed,  it  shall  be  lawful  for  the  Commissioners  to 

cause  one  new  stamp  to  be  provided  to  denote  the  said  several 

duties,  and  the  duty  granted  by  this  Act  on  every  piece  .  .  .  charged 

with  the  said  duties.' 
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1789.  29th  Geo.  Ill,  c.  50.  That  from  and  after  August  1st,  1789,  sixpence 

extra  duty  be  imposed,  and  a  similar  clause  was  inserted  to  that  in 

the  act  of  1776  about  '  one  new  stamp.' 

1800.  39-40th  Geo.  Ill,  c.  67.  This  is  the  4  Act  for  Union  of  Great  Britain 

and  Ireland.'  By  and  under  schedule  B.  the  duty  on  cards  imported 
into  Ireland  from  Great  Britain  was  fixed  at  1/5  per  pack  with  an 

additional  2  l/4d  per  lb.  weight. 

1801.  41st  Geo.  Ill,  c.  86.  An  extra  sixpence  duty  and  regulations 

relating  to  the  exportation  of  cards  which  were  not  to  be  moved 

from  the  maker's  premises  until  after  ten  days'  notice  had  been 
given.  The  Commissioners  were  to  put  in  force  any  former  law  re- 

specting the  manner  of  denoting  the  duty  on  cards,  and  the  'sealing, 

stamping  or  marking'  of  the  wrappers,  and  to  have  power  to  '  alter  or 
renew '  the  manner  of  denoting  the  duties  imposed  by  law. 

1804.  44th  Geo.  Ill,  c.  98.  'Whereas  the  several  rates  and  duties  on 
stamped  vellum,  parchment  and  paper  and  upon  other  articles  and 

things  .  .  .  are  become  very  numerous,  intricate  and  complicated ' 
.  .  .  that  from  the  10th  October,  1804  all  such  duties  were  to  de- 

termine and  cease  except  such  as  were  granted  by  the  act  of  39-40 
George  III,  i.e.,  The  Act  of  Union.  Nevertheless  in  spite  of  such  a 

preamble  cards  were  set  down  in  the  schedule  as  liable  to  a  duty  of 

two  shillings  and  sixpence. 

1815.  55th  Geo.  Ill,  c.  101.  'The  label  or  wrapper  shall  be  so  contrived 
and  shall  be  so  fastened  on  the  said  wrapper  as  that  the  said  several 

stamps,  marks  or  seals  shall  appear  on  the  sides  of  each  pack  of 

cards  in  such  manner  as  the  Commissioners  shall  direct.'  .  .  .  No 
cards  to  be  deemed  waste  for  the  purpose  of  sale  unless  the  corners 
were  cut  off. 

1828.  9th  Geo.  IV,  c.  18.  All  previous  Acts  concerning  the  duty  on  cards 

and  regulations  as  to  their  manufacture  and  sale  were  repealed.  A 

new  duty  of  one  shilling  per  pack  was  imposed,  which  was  to  be 

'denoted  on  the  ace  of  spades  of  each  pack  of  cards.'  Every  maker 
was  to  send  a  sufficient  quantity  of  paper  to  the  Commissioners  of 

Stamps  to  have  the  aces  marked  and  impressed  thereon,  and  also 

patterns  intended  for  wrappers,  for  the  approval  of  the  Commis- 
sioners. 

1862.  25th  Victoria.  Duty  reduced  to  3d  per  pack  to  commence  from  the 

1st  of  September,  the  duty  to  be  denoted  on  the  wrappers. 

It  will  be  observed  that  the  foregoing  acts  of  Parliament  enforcing  the 

payment  of  specific  duties  do  not  give  any  details  as  to  the  stamps  to  be 
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employed  for  denoting  the  duties  levied,  but  they  supply  very  important 

evidence  which  is  almost  always  missing  in  old  packs  of  cards,  that  for 

many  years  one  sixpence  of  the  duty  was  levied  on  the  wrapper,  a  point 

which  up  to  the  present  seems  to  have  been  entirely  missed,  no  doubt 

owing  to  the  fact  that  so  few  wrappers  have  been  preserved. 

The  following  notes  will  form  a  '  circa '  of  issue  for  cards  dating  between 
1712  and  the  present  day: 

1712-1714.  A  red  stamp  on  the  ace  of  spades,  a  crown  above  the  mono- 

gram A.R. 

1714-1765.  A  red  stamp  on  the  ace  of 

spades,  a  crown  above  the  mono- 
gram G.R.  Some  existing  packs 

do  not  bear  these  duty  stamps 

because  they  were  issued  illegally 

to  evade  payment  of  duty.  In 

others  the  stamp  has  completely 

faded  away.  Most  are  so  faint 

that  they  can  only  with  difficulty 

be  seen,  and  it  is  difficult  to  find 

any  distinguishing  feature  in  the 

stamps  used,  as  to  which  of  the 

three  Georges  they  belonged. 

1765-1776.  Duty  one  shilling.  The  ace  of 
spades  is  surrounded  by  the 
Garter  wreathed  at  each  side  with  a  crown  above,  and  motto, 

'Dieu  et  mon  Droit,'  below,  on  a  ribbon.  Beside  the  crown, 

'  George  III,  Rex.'  On  these  aces  there  is  no  statement  as  to 
the  amount  of  the  duty;  the  stamp 

itself  counted  as  sixpence  (which  must 

hereafter  be  borne  in  mind) ,  the  other 

sixpence  was  levied  on  the  wrapper. 

1776-1789.  Duty  one  shilling  and  sixpence.  Same 

ace  of  spades  as  used  from  1765-1776, 

but  above  it  'Sixpence  Addl.  Duty.' 

1789-1801.  Duty  two  shillings.  Same  ace  of 

spades  as  used  from  1765-1776,  but 

above  it,  'Sixpence  Addl.  Duty,'  and 

round  the  sides,  to  the  left,  'Six- 

pence'; to  the  right  'Addl.  Duty.' 

1801-1820.  Duty  two  shillings  and  sixpence.

Same  ace  of  spades  as  used  from  1789-1801,  but  added  below 

the  ace,  'Addl.  Duty  Sixpence.'  Some  time  about  the  end  of 

George  Ill's  reign,  there  was  another  ace  of  spades  used,  to  all 
intents  and  purposes  the  same  in  appearance  as  the  foregoing, 

but  with  a  different  lettering:  above  the  ace,  'Duty,'  to  the 

left,  'One  shilling,'  to  the  right,  'and  Sixpence';  this  'One 

shilling  and  sixpence'  being  obviously  an  easier  way  of  de- 
noting the  extra  duty.  The  other  shilling  was  made  up  by 

two  sixpenny  impressed  stamps  on  the  wrapper,  one  on  the 

front,  and  one  on  the  back,  so  that  the  ace  itself  no  longer 

counted  as  having  a  6d  value. 

1820-1828.  Duty  two  shillings  and  sixpence.  Same  ace  of  spades  as  that 

for  the  latter  part  of  the  1801-1820 

period,  with  '  Duty  One  Shilling  and 

,     i  Sixpence'  and  'Geo.  IV.'  Here  again 
were  two  sixpenny  impressed  stamps 
on  the  wrapper. 

1828-1862.  Duty  one  shilling.  A  new  duty  ace 
now  appears,  known  subsequently  as 

'Old  Frizzle'  on  account  of  its  in- 
tricate pattern  and  flourishes,  after 

the  manner  of  bank  note  engraving. 

The  ace  itself  contained  the  royal 

heraldic  quarterings,  and  is  otherwise 

distinguished  as  being  supported  by  a 

lion  and  a  unicorn.  Above  all  '  Duty 

one  shilling.' 1862.  Duty  three  pence,  levied  on  the  wrapper  only.  No  duty  ace, 

but  for  a  time  most  makers  used  a  fanciful  ace  of  spades.

DUTY  ACE  OF  1830 
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The  idea  of  a  fanciful  duty  ace  was  probably  borrowed  from  a  card- 

maker's  device,  for  several  very  early  makers  used  these;  perhaps  the nearest  approach  to  the  duty  aces  was  the  one  used  by  Ludlow  and  Com- 
pany, about  1700,  a  black  ace  within  the  Garter  of  the  Thistle  surrounded 

by  rays  of  light  supported  by  the  lion  and  unicorn,  above  the  maker's 

name,  'Ludlow  &  Co.  Patent  Knight's  Cards.' 

Our  only  example  of  English  'cards  for  playing'  of  the  eighteenth  cen- 
tury, previous  to  1712,  have  a  plain  ace  of  spades  and  no  mark  of  either 

maker  or  of  duties  imposed.  These  are,  of  course,  from  wood  blocks,  with 
stenciled  colors.  They  are  interesting  to  compare  with  the  handiwork  of 

Hewson's  cards  of  1678.  His  retain  many  of  the  characteristics  of  the 
French  cards  from  which  they  were  copied.  These  later  ones  are  truly  Brit- 

ish, larger,  with  more  solid  and  substantial  court  cards.  The  same  type 
appears  unchanged  in  the  cards  of  Gibson  and  Osborne,  which  from  the 

ace  must  have  been  made  in  1765.  These  cards  are  an  uncut  sheet,  and 

there  are  two  others  so  similar  that  they  must  be  of  the  same  time,  but  the 

cards,  though  they  are  of  the  same  pattern  as  these  first  ones,  are  of  a  much 

smaller  size,  one  series  being  two  and  a  quarter  by  one  and  a  half  inches, 

and  the  other  two  and  a  half  by  one  and  a  half  inches.  The  surface  of  all  of 

these  sheets  is  waterproofed,  and  the  cards  have  been  printed  from  wood 

blocks,  and  the  colors  added  by  stencil.  The  sheets  are  only  partly  made, 

being  two  layers  in  thickness  instead  of  three,  and  the  back  is  coated  with 

black  to  secure  opacity,  before  the  final  third  layer  of  paper  is  put  on. 

Among  the  makers  whose  aces  prove  them  to  be  of  this  time  are  Yates 

and  Barnes;  Henry  Hart,  who  made  cards  for  export  to  America;  and 

Stopforth  and  Son,  whose  cards  for  export  to  France  are  small  and  have 

the  named  court  cards  of  the  French  type. 

Toward  the  end  of  George  Ill's  reign  there  are  cards  of  Josiah  Stone, 
Hall  and  Son,  and  Hunt  and  Sons,  the  court  cards  sturdy  Britishers  all. 

A  second  pack  by  Hunt  and  Son  are  cards  of  the  usual  size,  but  the  designs, 

both  of  the  court  cards  and  numerals,  take  up  only  two  and  a  quarter  by 

one  and  three  eighths  inches  leaving  a  plain  border  all  around  each  card. 

The  court  cards  are  rather  delicate  and  seem  to  be  copies  of  seventeenth- 

century  patterns. 

For  the  period  between  the  years  1828  and  1862,  with  the  new  duty  ace, 
we  have  a  number  of  makers.  Bancks  Brothers,  successors  to  Hunt  and 

Son;  Hardy  and  Sons,  with  cards  whose  backs  are  stained  yellow,  instead 

of  being  the  conventional  plain  white;  Reynolds  and  Sons,  the  backs  of 

whose  cards  are  a  pattern  in  red  and  white  in  a  pack  of  about  1845,  and  a 

few  years  later  show  a  design  in  white  and  gold  with  a  harp  in  the  center. 

We  have  a  pack  of  de  la  Rue's  cards  of  about  1860,  possibly  a  few  years 
earlier,  with  court  cards  of  a  slenderer  and  more  delicate  type  than  is  usual. 
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The  backs  of  these  cards  are  decorated  with  a  bunch  of  violets.  The  colors 

are  soft  and  pleasing  both  in  the  face  cards  and  in  the  decoration  of  the 

backs.  Other  cards  made  at  about  this  time  by  de  la  Rue  are  double  heads 

of  the  conventional  English  type,  but  the  backs  are  beautifully  decorated 

with  conventional  designs. 

This  decoration  of  the  backs  has  been  a  special  feature  of  the  playing 

cards  manufactured  in  England  in  the  last  seventy-five  years.  It  had  its 
first  really  artistic  development  under  de  la  Rue  and  Company  in  London. 
Mr.  Owen  Jones  was  their  artist,  and  he  drew  on  all  that  was  best  from  all 

countries  and  times  for  his  inspiration.  We  are  fortunate  in  having  the 

book  of  his  original  designs.  Each  one  is  a  gracious  and  lovely  thing, 

reminiscent  of  a  piece  of  Chinese  porcelain,  or  a  Persian  tile,  or  old  French 

needlework,  a  magical  weaving  of  line  and  color.  His  flower  designs  are 

exquisite  little  arrangements  that  leave  nothing  to  be  desired,  and  breathe 

the  fragrance  of  long-ago  gardens. 
After  1862  we  find  a  great  diversity  in  the  type  of  the  aces  of  spades. 

There  are  also  other  innovations.  Perry  and  Company  issue  cards  with  a 

waterproof  surface,  and  de  la  Rue  makes  his  with  round  corners  and  in- 

dices. Bancks  Brothers  present  double-head  cards  in  1867,  and  soon  after 
advertising  packs,  one  an  advertisement  of  a  London  hotel,  and  the  other 

of  a  shop.  Goodall  succeeds  de  la  Rue  as  a  maker,  but  keeps  up  the

tradition  of  the  well-designed  cards.  In  1874,  a  pack  of  cards  was  issued  in 
honor  of  the  marriage  of  the  Duke  of  Edinburgh  with  court  cards  of  a  less 

conventional  type,  while  the  aces  hold  portraits  of  Queen  Victoria,  Presi- 
dent Grant,  the  Russian  Czar,  and  the  German  Emperor. 

Woolley  and  Company  is  another  English  maker.  In  1884  he  experi- 
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ments  with  indices,  putting  the  lettered  value  of  each  card  in  one  of  the 

suit  signs. 

James  English  and  Company  in  1880  makes  cards  called  4  Anglo-Ameri- 

can Squeezers.'  'Squeezers'  was  the  name  used  for  indexed  cards  by  the 
Consolidated  Card  Company  of  New  York  at  the  time. 

There  are  political  playing  cards  made  by  Deakin  and  Company  in  1880, 

with  caricature  portraits  of  the  leading  political  figures  in  England  for  the 

court  cards.  These  were  evidently  so  successful  that  they  were  followed 

by  a  second  similar  series  the  next  year. 

A  pack  of  the  usual  fifty-two  cards,  but  with  the  aces  and  twos  of  fanci- 
ful design  were  published  by  Fitch  and  Company  in  1883,  to  play  a  game 

called  'Heartsette.'

There  are  also  cards  for  export  of  about  this  time  with  the  popular  deco- 

rated aces,  showing  pictures  of  the  land  in  which  they  are  destined  to  be 
used. 

The  joker,  which  was  an  American  institution  of  about  the  fifties,  first 

appears  in  Canadian  cards  made  by  the  Union  Card  and  Paper  Company 

of  Montreal  in  1887.  There  are  other  Canadian  cards  made  by  the  Canada 
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Bank  Note  Company  at  about  the  same  time,  and  a  few  years  later  there 

are  fancy  patience  cards  made  by  Mitchell  in  Toronto. 

There  are  quite  beautiful  historical  playing  cards  published  in  London, 

similar  to  the  Jeu  Louis  XV,  but  with  court  cards  depicting  costumes  of 

four  English  reigns,  Plantagenet,  Tudor,  Stuart,  and  Hanover.

lii  1897,  Queen  Victoria's  Diamond  Jubilee  is  marked  by  a  beautifully 
designed  pack  of  cards,  with  appropriately  decorated  aces,  period  court 

cards,  and  an  excellent  portrait  of  the  Queen  on  the  back  of  the  cards. 

These  arc  by  Goodall. 

A  much  more  modest  and  less  elaborate  pack  for  the  same  purpose  was 

issued  by  Kimberley  at  Birmingham  under  the  name  of  Royal  National 

Patriotic  Playing  Cards. 

Goodall  published  a  card  game  called  'Manx,'  an  ordinary  pack  of  fifty- 
two  cards,  with  two  extra  picture  cards  to  each  suit. 

Wc  have  also  the  artist's  proofs  of  Australian  cards  of  1915,  whose  court 
cards  arc  very  clever  war-time  caricatures. 

AUSTRALIAN  PLAYING  CARDS,  1915 
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Late  seventeenth-century  England  was  notable  for  the  many  historical 
series  of  cards  which  followed  one  another,  depicting  in  their  quaint  little 

cuts  and  accompanying  lines  of  description  many  events  of  great  moment 

in  contemporary  English  history.  The  first,  the  Spanish  Armada,  was  not 

contemporary  except  in  the  sense  of  being  a  protest  against  the  leanings 
toward  the  Church  of  Rome  which  James  II  had  shown  while  he  was  Duke 

of  York.  There  are  fifty-two  little  prints,  picturing  the  attempted  invasion 
and  the  events  connected  with  the  dispersing  of  the  great  fleet.  The  cards, 

which  bear  the  usual  suit  signs  and  Roman  numerals,  do  not  seem  to  follow 

any  order  in  their  delineation. 

This  is  followed  by  '  The  horrid  Popish  Plot,  lively  represented  in  a  pack 

of  cards,'  as  an  advertisement  of  1679  reads.  The  sequence  of  events  begins

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on  the  ace  of  hearts  with  'The  Plot  first  Hatcht  at  Rome  by  the  Pope  and 

CardinahV  and  ends  on  the  four  of  clubs  with  'The  Tryall  of  Sir  G.  Wake- 

man,  and  3  Benedictine  Monks.'  These  were  very  popular,  for  some  of  the 
prints  are  from  much-worn  plates.  We  have  both  a  set  of  the  cards  and 
another  set  of  the  little  prints  bound  in  a  tiny  book.  These  have  not  the 

suit  signs. 

'The  Rump  Parliament,'  satirizing  all  that  happened  under  the  Com- 
monwealth, follows  this.  It  is  thought  that  this  series  must  have  been  en- 

graved in  Holland  by  some  of  the  adherents  of  Charles  II,  as  Cromwell 

would  certainly  not  have  allowed  them  in  England. 

There  is  an  animated  recording  of  the  Rebellion  of  the  Duke  of  Mon- 
mouth. In  this  series  the  story  begins  on  the  ace  of  clubs,  and  seems  to  end 

with  the  eight  of  hearts.  It  is  thought  that  the  spirited  little  engravings 

are  Faithorne's  work.

THE  REIGN  OF  JAMES  II 
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THE  REIGN  OF  QUEEN  ANNE 
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Marlborough's  victories 
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Next  comes  'The  Reign  of  James  II.'  The  inscriptions  are  very  badly 
spelled,  but  the  engravings  are  delightful.  The  story  begins  on  the  ace  of 

spades  and  ends  on  the  eight  of  diamonds,  with  the  arrival  of  the  Prince  of 

Orange  in  London  in  1688. 

'The  Reign  of  Queen  Anne'  appropriately  follows.  Besides  the  usual 
suit  signs  and  Roman  numerals,  an  Arabic  numeral  above  the  illustration 

on  each  card  indicates  the  sequence 

of  events.  These  begin  on  the  ace 
of  hearts  and  end  on  the  four  of 

clubs.  On  the  ten  of  diamonds  is  the 

name  of  the  engraver,  R.  Spofforth. 

The  most  elaborately  engraved  of 
all  of  these  are  the  cards  called 

4  Marlborough's  Victories.'  They 
tell  the  story  of  the  disputes  con- 

cerning the  Spanish  succession  and 

other  events  of  the  reign  of  Queen 

Anne,  between  1700  and  1708.  Some 

of  the  cards  have  portraits  of 

important  persons,  Queen  Anne, 

Charles  III  of  Spain,  Eugene  of 

Savoy,  and  several  others.  The 

spade  suit  is  a  scathing  satire  of  the 

reign  of  Louis  XIV. 

The  Bubble  Cards  appear  in  1721, 

quite  different  from  the  Dutch 

series.  There  is  a  miniature  playing 

card  in  the  upper  left-hand  corner 
of  each  card,  while  most  of  the 

card  is  given  to  the  illustration. 
These  satirize  the  South  Sea  Bubble 

scheme.  Ladies  play  a  large  part  in 

these  small  pictures  and  the  social 

life  of  the  day  and  its  occupations 

are  interestingly  shown.  In  these 

illustrations,  the  characters  speak 

as  they  do  in  our  'funny  pages'  of  to-day,  the  words  coming  from  their 
mouths.  Below  each  picture  is  a  quatrain  of  doggerel  verse.  These  were 

sold  by  Carington  Bowles,  No.  69  in  Saint  Paul's  Church  Yard,  London. 
Other  cards  printed  for  Carington  Bowles  have  each  one  of  the  lyrics  and 

the  music  of  one  of  the  airs  of  the  '  Beggar's  Opera,'  which  was  written  by 
John  Gay  in  1728.  They  are  delightful  little  melodies  with  words  worthy

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of  Gilbert  and  Sullivan  and  they  enjoyed  vast  popularity  both  in  England 

and  America.  We  have  a  little  book  published  in  London  in  1791,  giving 

the  lines  and  lyrics  of  the  entire  opera  'regulated  from  the  prompt  book,' 
and  at  this  time  it  was  even  more  of  a  favorite  than  when  it  had  first  come 

out. 

ADVERTISEMENT  FOR  THE  BURRLE  CARDS 

Alexander  Pope  and  Jonathan  Swift  were  both  at  the  opening  perform- 

ance in  1728,  and  Pope  wrote  later  of  the  opera: '  The  vast  success  of  it  was 
unprecedented  and  incredible.  It  was  acted  in  London  sixty-three  days  un- 

interrupted, and  renewed  the  next  season  with  equal  applause.  It  spread 

into  the  great  towns  of  England,  was  played  in  many  places  to  the  thirtieth 

and  fortieth  time,  at  Bath  and  Bristol  fifty,  etc.  It  made  its  progress  into 

Wales,  Scotland,  and  Ireland,  where  it  was  performed  twenty-four  days 
together.  It  was  lastly  acted  in  Minorca.  The  fame  of  it  was  not  confined 

to  the  author  only ;  the  ladies  carried  about  with  them  the  favorite  songs  of 

it  in  fans,  and  houses  were  furnished  with  it  in  screens.  The  person  who 

acted  Polly,  till  then  obscure,  became  all  at  once  the  favorite  of  the  town. 

Her  pictures  were  engraved  and  sold  in  great  numbers,  her  life  was  written, 

books  of  letters  and  verses  to  her  published,  and  pamphlets  made  even  of 

her  sayings  and  jests.  Furthermore,  it  drove  out  of  England  for  that  sea- 
son, the  Italian  opera,  which  had  carried  all  before  it  for  ten  years.  That 

idol  of  the  nobility  and  people  which  the  great  critic,  Mr.  Dennis,  by  the 

labors  and  outcries  of  a  whole  life,  could  not  overthrow,  was  demolished  by 

a  single  stroke  of  this  gentleman's  pen.  This  remarkable  period  happened 

in  the  year  1728.'  Lavinia  Fenton  was  the  first  Polly  Peachum  and  she  was

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also  the  first  English  actress  to  marry  a  duke.  The  opera  has  been  played 

almost  everywhere  throughout  the  English-speaking  world.  For  more 
than  a  hundred  years  it  was  all  the  rage.  Then  it  seems  to  have  been  for- 

gotten until  a  revival  last  year  brought  it  back  with  all  its  eighteenth- 

century  charm  and  freshness.  After  such  a  gallant  history,  it  is  no  wonder 

that  it  appeared  on  these  little  cards  of  1728.  This  particular  series  of 

musical  cards  we  have  never  seen  listed  in  any  other  collection.

PLAYING  CARDS  OF  1700,    LOVE  MOTTOES 

There  is  another  prettily  engraved  series  of  pictorial  cards,  'Love 

Mottoes,'  each  card  bearing  a  verse  as  well  as  the  illustration,  and  both 
reminiscent  of  Lovelace.  There  is  a  miniature  playing  card  in  the  corner 

of  each  card,  and  the  red  suit  signs  are  colored.  The  Hercules  on  the  ace  of 

clubs  is  copied  from  Goltzius.  The  cards  were  made  about  1700. 
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Another  series  in  which  the  ladies  wear  the  Fontange  head-dresses  as  in 

the  'Love  Mottoes,'  is  one  called  'Witty  Sayings.'  The  subjects  are  not  so 
pastoral  as  the  last,  but  are  infinitely  more  amusing.  Above  the  quaint 
little  illustration  on  each  card  is  its  title  and  they  are  amazingly  varied. 

The  old  English  duty  stamp,  in  red,  is  on  the  ace  of  spades.  The  story 

describing  the  picture  and  supposedly  containing  the  witty  saying  is  below 

each  picture. 

A  PROVERB  SERIES  OF  PLAYING  CARDS,  1710 

A  proverb  series  of  about  this  time  shows  the  same  arrangement,  a  well- 
known  proverb  appearing  at  the  bottom  of  each  card,  with  the  illustration 

of  it,  above.  These  are  about  1710. 

A  second  series  follows  this,  about  1720,  illus- 

trating entirely  different  proverbs ;  these  are  more 

sophisticated,  and  the  proverb  appears  in  both 

French  and  English.  In  1759  there  is  a  delightful 

set  of  little  cards, '  ̂Esop's  Fables.'  These  are  little 
etchings,  with  the  fable  and  its  moral  beneath,  and 

must  have  delighted  little  Londoners  of  that  time. 

The  name  4 1.  Kirk '  is  on  several  of  the  cards,  and 

an  advertisement  in  the  'Public  Advertiser'  for 

December  17, 1759,  reads '  ̂Esop's  Fables '  exactly 
copied  after  Barlow,  with  fables  and  morals  in 

verse,  to  be  had  of  the  proprietor,  I.  Kirk  at  the 

Grotto  Toy  Shop  in  St.  Paul's  Churchyard.'  The 
excellence  of  the  design  and  the  technique  are 

strongly  suggestive  of  Hollar,  who  etched  a  set  of 

hunting  and  fishing  designs  after  Barlow  in  1671. 

Barlow  issued,  in  1665,  an  edition  of  '/Esop's  Fables,'  etched  after  his  own 
designs.  There  is  no  other  known  example  of  these  little  cards. 

FROM  A  PROVERB  SERIES  OF 
1720 
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AN  ARITHMETICAL  GAME,  C.  1780 
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In  a  pack  of  cards  of  1780,  the  spade  suit  sign  is  replaced  by  a  blue  pike 
head,  clubs  by  a  green  trefoil,  hearts,  red  chalices,  and  the  diamonds  are 

yellow  and  faceted.  The  duty  ace  bears  the  maker's  name,  Rowley  and 
Company,  and  the  court  cards  are  the  reigning  sovereigns  of  Great 
Britain,  France,  Spain,  and  Prussia.  These  are  engraved  from  copper 
plates. 

An  arithmetical  game  of  about  this  date,  in  spite  of  having  spade  suit 

signs  and  three  court  cards,  is  evidently  intended  as  a  children's  game,  as 
there  is  no  duty  ace.  The  court  cards  are  very  interesting  in  themselves. 

The  king  is  a  well-engraved  medallion  portrait  of  George  III,  the  queen  is 
quite  a  lovely  head  of  Queen  Charlotte,  and  the  knave  seems  to  be  the 

well-known  teacher  of  mathematics,  Master  Cocker,  who  wrote  several 

arithmetics,  which  were  used  for  many  years.  He  may  have  been  the  au- 

thor of  this  game,  which  we  have  not  found  listed  in  any  other  collection 
of  cards. 

The  doctrines  of  chance,  for  which  there  was  such  a  demand  during  the 

seventeenth  and  eighteenth  centuries  in  England,  are  many  of  them  writ- 

ten by  teachers  of  arithmetic  and  professors  of  mathematics.  One  by 

A.  de  Moivre,  F.R.S.,  in  1718  is  dedicated,  by  permission,  to  Sir  Isaac  New- 

ton. Most  of  them  are  rather  good-sized  books,  to  have  room  for  the  many 

lengthy  tables  of  calculations.  And  within  the  calf-bound  volumes  of  most 
of  them  are  many  marginal  notes  of  long  ago  owners,  making  them  still 

more  invincible  *  guides  to  the  Turf,  Cock  pit,  the  Card  table  and  other 

species  of  public  Diversion,  either  in  the  Parlour  or  the  Field.' 
Early  in  the  seventeenth  century  a  fever  of  gaming  possessed  the  court 

and  was  reflected  in  the  coffee-houses  and  in  private  homes.  Richard 

Seymour,  in  his  preface  to  one  of  the  'Court  Gamesters,'  sums  up  the 

situation  calmly  and  without  exaggeration  when  he  says,  'Gaming  is 
become  so  much  the  fashion  among  the  Beau  Monde,  that  he  who  in 

Company  should  appear  ignorant  of  the  games  in  Vogue,  would  be  reck- 

oned low  bred  &  hardly  fit  for  conversation.' 
The  rows  upon  rows  of  volumes  on  gaming  of  those  days  are  mute  wit- 

nesses of  the  truth  of  his  statement.  In  a  day  when  printed  books  were  not 

common,  there  are  often  two  editions  in  a  single  year,  seemingly  made 

necessary  by  slight  changes  in  the  rules  of  the  games,  or  because  the  first 

edition  was  exhausted.  The  Gamesters  start  in  London  in  1674,  'The 

Compleat  Gamester,'  'The  Court  Gamester,'  'The  Gamester's  Compan- 

ion,' and  'The  Polite  Gamester,'  hailing  from  Dublin.  Many  bear  the 

amazing  title-page:  'The  Court  Gamester:  or,  full  and  easy  Instructions 

for  Playing  the  Games  now  in  Vogue  after  the  best  method:  as  they  are 

Play'd  at  Court,  and  in  the  Assemblies,  viz.  Ombre,  Picquet,  and  the 

Royal  Game  of  Chess.

'Mr.  Hoyle's  Games'  begin  in  1743  in  Bath,  and  continue  to  be  pub- 
lished in  London  for  more  than  a  century.

Our  copy  of  this  is 
an  autographed  one,  given  to  William  Pole,  Musical  Doctor  at  Oxford, 

who  has  nearly  as  many  books  on  whist  to  his  credit  as  Cavendish,  or 

Hoyle  himself. 

It  is  amusing  to  see  how  many  ex-military  men,  admirals,  lieutenant 
colonels,  majors,  etc.,  write  series  of  books  on  gaming.  One  volume  of  1814

FRONTISPIECE,  '  EASY  RULES  OF  WHIST,'  1814 

Whist,  which  was  commonly  called  4  Whisk '  (its  name  comes  from  4  Hist, 

be  still ') ,  is  said  to  be  a  very  ancient  game  among  us.  At  the  time  of  Charles 

II,  whist,  or  the  silent  game,  was  played  below-stairs  in  the  servants'  hall 
with  4  All  Fours'  and  4 Put.'  It  was  in  1736  that  it  was  first 4 much  studied ' 

by  a  group  of  gentlemen  who  frequented  the  Crown  Coffee-House  in  Bed- 
ford Row.  They  laid  down  the  following  rules: 

To  play  from  a  straight  suit. 

To  study  your  partner's  hand  as  well  as  your  own. 
Never  to  force  your  partner  unnecessarily. 
To  attend  to  the  score. 

Many  of  the  later  books  on  games  are  sponsored  and  printed  by  the 

English  card-makers  Bancks  Brothers,  de  la  Rue,  and  Hunt  and  Sons. 
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To  go  back  to  the  pictorial  cards,  there  are  two  series  picturing  the 

familiar  London  cries.  The  earlier  are  charming  little  prints  after  the  de- 

signs by  Wheatley.  The  other  is  a  half-century  later,  a  children's  game 
without  suit  signs  and  lacking  the  virtue  of  the  Wheatley  prints. 

An  educational  game  of  forty  cards  has  the  title  'The  Elements  of 
Astronomy  and  Geography  explained  in  forty 

cards,  beautifully  engraved  and  coloured  by  the 

Abbe  Paris.  Published  July  15th,  1795,  by  John 

Wallis,  No.  16  Ludgate  St.  London.'  They  are 
engraved  with  precision  and  scientifically,  with 

a  diagram,  and  on  the  other  side  of  the  card  is 

the  explanation  thereof. 

Another  educational  game  shows  full-length 

figures  of  the  kings  of  England  and  gives  sta- 
tistics concerning  each  one  in  the  suits  of  clubs, 

diamonds,  and  hearts.  The  heart  suit  is  given 

entirely  to  tables  of  all  sorts.  On  the  nine  of 

spades,  which  is  the  multiplication  table,  is  let- 

tered, 'Sold  at  Willerton's  Toy  Shop,  Bond 

Street.'  Magna  Charta  is  another  game  of  1820. 

The  title-page  of  the  little  book  of  rules  for  play- 

ing it  reads,  'Magna  Charta  or  Knight  Errantry,  a  new  game  for  young 

persons:  to  which  is  appended  a  synopsis  of  Chivalry  by  a  Lady.' 
A  series  of  astronomical  cards  were  issued  in  1828.  There  are  thirty-six

Square.'  In  a  second  issue  of  the  cards  their  number  is  increased  to  fifty- 
two  by  twelve  court  cards  showing  mythological  figures.  Suit  signs  are 

also  added,  the  red  chalices,  the  blue  pike  heads,  the  green  trefoils,  and  the 

golden  diamonds,  that  are  used  in  the  geographical  series  of  1820.  The 

workmanship  is  beautiful,  and  the  duty  ace  is  lettered  Stopforth  and  Son. 

'The  Royal  Historical  Game  of  Cards' 
contains  forty-five  cards,  lithographed  in 

gold,  the  backs  a  red-and-green  plaid.  There 
are  nine  groups  of  four  cards  each,  picturing 

the  rulers  of  England  from  the  time  of 

John  in  the  eleventh  century  to  Victoria  in 

the  nineteenth,  and  for  each  group,  one  card 

giving  the  chronology  of  the  reigns.  Their 

date  cannot  be  much  after  Queen  Victoria's 
accession  to  the  throne  in  1837. 

A  children's  game,  'Trial  by  Jury,'  has 
rather  amusing  caricatures  of  the  personnel 

of  an  English  courtroom  of  about  1850  for 

its  court  cards,  of  which  there  are  eleven  to 
each  suit.  There  are  also  the  usual  ten 

numerals  with  the  conventional  suit  signs, 

and  a  card  of  explanation  and  rules. 

A  pack  of  fortune-telling  cards  of  about 
this  time  have  the  conventional  suit  signs, 

and  in  addition  there  is  an  amusing  illustra- 
tion which  covers  most  of  each  card,  with  its  meaning  written  below. 

The  red  suits  are  printed  entirely  in  red,  the  black  in  black,  and  their 

maker  was  Reynolds  and  Son.

There  are  4  Amphibological  Conversation  Cards,'  made  by  Goodall  a 
few  years  later,  and  a  sequence  game  of  thirty  cards  with  rounded  corners 

bearing  a  series  of  amusing  little  Chinese  figures,  faintly  suggestive  of 

willow  ware  and  printed  in  the  familiar  porcelain  blue.  There  is  a  verse  on 

each  card  and  they  were  designed  by  C.  E. 

Eads,  about  1870. 

We  have  the  proofs  of  fifty-two  cards 
for  a  sequence  game,  designed,  according  to 

Mr.  George  Clulow,  by  Miller.  The  draw- 
ings are  delightful,  and  whimsical  enough 

to  be  Rackham's.  When  properly  put  to- 
gether, they  picture  a  bird  wedding  and  all 

the  attendant  activities. 

'District  Messengers'  is  a  card  game 
whose  illustrations  bring  back  London  of 

the  nineties,  and  a  pack  of  patience  cards 

of  about  this  time,  issued  in  Bombay,  por- 
tray Indian  natives  of  all  castes.  There 

are  also  miniature  playing  cards  three 

quarters  by  one  half  inch,  painstakingly 
made  and  correct  in  the  smallest  detail, 

even  to  the  gold  edges. 

The  most  surprising  feature  of  the  English  cards  is  to  be  found  when 
you  examine  the  transformations  or  humorous  cards  in  which  the  suit 

signs  form  part  of  the  design.  The  English,  who  are  supposed  to  lack  a 

proper  sense  of  humor,  have  far  the  cleverest  group  of  these  to  be  found  in 
any  country. 

Our  earliest  ones  begin  auspiciously  in  1808  with  a  series  picturing  the

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favorite  pantomimes  of  the  time.  Some  of  the  numerals  show  London 

audiences,  and  Shylock  and  Romeo  and  Juliet  are  to  be  found  in  burlesque. 
The  king  of  hearts  is  Beau  Brummel,  and  the 

queen,  she  of  the  nursery  rhyme  and  the 
tarts.  Mother  Goose  herself  is  on  the  four 

of  spades,  and  gave  her  name  to  a  panto- 

mime at  the  Haymarket  in  1803.  The  panto- 
mime of  Perouse,  pictured  on  the  ace  of 

spades,  was  produced  in  1801 ;  three-fingered 

Jack  on  the  ace  of  clubs  was  in  the  panto- 
mime of  Obi,  which  first  appeared  in  1800, 

and  so  was  the  song  of  the  Spanish  guitar, 
on  the  four  of  diamonds. 

The  next  ones  are  original  drawings  in 

pen  and  ink,  on  the  numerals  of  two  packs 

of  cards;  we  have  forty-nine  cards,  none  of 
them  court  cards.  They  were  drawn  by  Count 

d'Orsay  for  Lady  Blessington ;  their  humor 
probably  refers  to  happenings  of  the  day, 

most  of  them  of  purely  local  interest.  But 

they  are  so  spontaneous  and  original  and  so  diversified  as  to  subject  that 

they  are  a  delight  even  to-day.  They  must  have  been  a  joy  in  their  own  time.

ORIGINAL  TRANSFORMATION  CARDS  BY  COUNT  D'ORSAY 
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A  well-known  series  of  1828,  whose  ace  of  clubs  is  lettered  'E.  Olivatte, 
6  Leigh  Street,  Burton  Crescent,'  resembles  the  German  series  of  Cotta. 
The  court  cards  are  classical  figures,  and  the  cards  are  from  copper  plates, 
and  hand-colored. 

A  series  of  artist's  proofs  which  we  have  not  found  listed  in  any  other 
collection,  from  the  duty  ace  belongs  to  the  end  of  George  Ill's  reign. 

The  maker's  name,  Jos.  H.  Reynolds,  is  also  on  this  ace.  This  is  a  quaint and  charming  little  card  game  and  it  would  be  fun  to  puzzle  out  the  reason 
for  many  of  the  well-drawn  designs.  The  four  of  diamonds  shows  Falstaff 
and  the  basket,  with  Mistress  Ford  and  Mistress  Page,  but  the  other  cards 
seem  to  be  merely  delightful  whimsicalities.  The  court  cards  are  the  usual 

ones,  only  the  suit  sign  masquerading  as  a  red  owl  or  a  buffoon,  a  black 

turkey  cock  or  a  knight,  on  a  coal-black  charger.

Another  series  of  the  first  quarter  of  the  century  are  etchings  by  I.  L. 

Cowell.  The  court  cards  are  full-length  figures  surrounded  by  a  border  of 
fluttering  playing  cards.  John  Tenniel  must  have  remembered  these  when 

he  did  his  illustrations  for  Lewis  Carroll's  '  Alice.'  One  of  these  court  cards 
is  Puss  in  Boots,  with  an  expression  reminiscent  of  the  Cheshire  Cat,  and 

another  is  the  ass  of  the  'Midsummer-Night's  Dream.' 
A  later  series  by  Alfred  Crowquill  are  a  departure  from  the  usual  trans- 

formations. The  red  suits  are  in  black  outline  on  a  buff  background,  and 

the  black  ones  on  a  blue.  In  each  pip  is  an  amusing  little  face,  delightfully 
done.  The  court  cards  are  travesties  of  the  usual  ones.  At  about  this  same 

time  a  series  of  'Picture  Cards'  were  published  by  William  Tegg.  Each 

card  of  the  diamond  suit  bears  the  monogram  '  J.B.'  They  are  printed  on 
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four  sheets,  one  for  each  suit,  and,  from  the  verses  at  the  top,  are  evidently 
meant  for  children,  though  the  subjects  are  rather  sophisticated.  These 
were  copied  in  Vienna  and  Munich,  and  in  America,  where  they  were  made 

into  a  pack  of  transformation  cards  by  Samuel  Hart,  of  Philadelphia. 

Another  very  cleverly  designed  series  was  done  by  Chapman  for  Rey- 
nolds and  Sons  about  1880. 

Last  but  not  least  is  a  series  by  no  less  a  person  than  William  Makepeace 

Thackeray.  There  are  twenty-one  of  these,  and  they  are  published  in  a 

book  of  Thackeray's  things,  'The  Orphan  of  Pimlico.'  These  were  col- 

lected by  Miss  Thackeray  after  her  father's  death,  and  concerning  the 
cards,  she  explains  that,  while  he  made  no  pretense  to  being  an  artist,  so 

many  of  his  drawings  had  been  published  that  she  thought  his  audience 
should  know  what  he  could  do  when  he  tried.  Instead  of  the  crude  and 

vivid  little  sketches  that  are  interspersed  through  so  many  of  his  letters 

and  writings,  we  have  in  the  cards  finished  and  charming  little  drawings, 
just  as  vivid  and  altogether  delectable  as  the  things  we  all  know. 

The  title  of  the  three  of  spades  is  4  Mr.  Gibbon,  Mr.  Boswell,  Mr.  John- 

son ' ;  the  two  and  five  are  4  American  Notes  and  Reminiscences ' ;  and  the 

ten  of  clubs  4  An  Assyrian  bas-relief.  See  Herodotus.'  Others  are  excerpts 
from  Shakespeare  and  Byron,  Cooper  and  Mother  Goose,  and  delicious 

nonsense  rhymes  of  his  own,  which  he  has  illustrated.  Miss  Thackeray 

says  of  these: 4 The  Playing  Cards  were  originally  intended  to  form  a  com- 
pleted pack,  but  only  a  certain  number  were  ever  finished.  They  amused 

my  father  very  much  at  the  time  he  drew  them.  He  was  specially  pleased 

with  the  likeness  to  Mr.  Gibbon  which  he  discovered  in  the  three  of  spades. 

I  think  this  is  almost  the  trump  card  of  the  whole  hand  as  it  is  dealt  out 

here.' 
This  group  of  unexpectedly  varied  and  colorful  card  games  is  a  curious 

and  an  amusing  thing  to  have  come  out  of  staid  old  England.  There  is  an 

equally  amusing  and  very  British  attempt  to  explain  the  psychology  of 

this,  at  least  in  part,  in  the  foreword,  or  'Epistle  to  the  Reader,'  at  the 

beginning  of  4The-Compleat  Gamester'  of  1674.  It  says:  'Certainly  there 
is  no  man  so  severe  to  deny  the  lawfulness  of  Recreation ;  There  was  never 

any  Stoick  found  so  cruel,  but  at  some  time  or  other  he  would  unbend  his 

mind,  and  give  it  liberty  to  stray  into  some  more  pleasant  walks,  than  the 

miry,  heavy  ways  of  his  own  sowr,  willful  resolutions.  .  .  .  Now  what 

Recreation  this  should  be  I  cannot  prescribe,  nor  is  it  requisite  to  confine 

any  to  one  sort  of  pleasure,  since  herein  Nature  taketh  to  herself  an  especial 

Prerogative,  for  what  to  one  is  most  pleasant,  to  another  is  most  offensive ; 

Some  seeking  to  satisfie  the  Mind,  some  the  Body,  and  others  both  in  joint 

motion.  To  this  end  I  have  laid  before  you  what  variety  of  Pastimes  I 

could  collect  for  the  present  leaving  the  rest  (as  you  like  these)  to  be  sup- 
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pli'd  hereafter.  ...  To  conclude,  let  me  advise  you,  if  you  play  (when  your 

business  will  permit)  let  not  a  covetous  desire  to  win  another's  money 
engage  you  to  the  losing  your  own;  which  will  not  only  disturb  your  mind, 

but  by  the  disreputation  of  being  a  Gamester,  if  you  lose  not  your  estate, 

you  will  certainly  lose  your  credit  and  good  name,  than  which  there  is 

nothing  more  valuable.'

CHAPTER  VIII 

PLAYING  CARDS  IN  ITALY 

Toward  the  latter  part  of  the  fourteenth  century,  cards  appear,  it  would 
seem  almost  simultaneously,  in  all  of  the  countries  of  Europe.  Perhaps 

Italy's  claim  to  priority  is  the  best  founded,  because  of  the  importance  of Venice  as  a  seaport.  She  was  visited  by  many  travelers  from  the  East  and 
the  Near  East,  which  was  not  so  very  near  in  those  days  of  high-pooped, 
unwieldy  sailing  ships.  And  her  own  merchants  brought  back  much  that 
was  new  and  strange  from  those  far-away  lands. 

Whether  they  were  brought  by  merchants  or  travelers,  by  soldiers  or 
wandering  fortune-telling  gypsies,  no  one  knows,  but  strange  emblematic 
cards  appeared,  with  a  very  evident  allegorical  significance  and  with  a 
distinctly  Eastern  symbolism.    Their  very  strangeness  has  prompted 
endless  and  elaborate  theories  as  to  their  origin  and  their  meaning.  It  has 
been  variously  claimed  that  they  came  from  Persia  and  Arabia;  while 

Court  de  Gebelin,  whose  book,  'Le  Jeu  des  Tarots,'  published  in  Paris  in 
1781,  and  the  best  known  on  the  subject,  traces  them  most  ingeniously  and 
entertainingly  from  Egypt  and  connects  them  with  Egyptian  mythology 
and  symbolism.  Egypt  put  all  of  her  wisdom  and  science  into  her  hiero- 

glyphics. For  its  basis  there  was  an  alphabet,  in  which  all  the  gods  were 
letters,  all  the  letters  ideas,  all  the  ideas  numbers,  and  all  the  numbers 

perfect  signs.  From  this  involved  and  difficult  beginning,  he  traces  the 

still  more  complicated  symbolism  of  each  of  the  twenty-two  tarots.  For 

us  it  is  interesting  to  see  that  the  number  seven  retains  all  of  the  magic 

with  which  it  is  vested  in  the  old  fairy  tales  and  is  represented  first  by  the 

triumph  of  Osiris  and  later  by  the  chariot  of  the  sun  god,  Le  Chariot,  of 

the  modern  tarots.  It  has  from  time  immemorial  been  the  mystic  num- 

ber of  the  East,  and  the  whole  game  of  tarots  is  based  on  intricate  combina- 

tions of  seven  and  its  multiples.  Also,  thirteen,  which  is  invariably  Death, 

retains  its  early  Eastern  significance  of  misfortune. 

It  is  thought  that  perhaps  at  first  there  were  no  numerals  with  these 

strange  cards;  that  they  were  used  in  some  other  way,  possibly  as  a  means 

of  divination,  but  certainly  not  to  play  at  games  of  chance  or  hazard. 

Somewhat  modified,  they  evidently  became  a  game  for  amusing  and  in- 

structing children,  and  are  favorably  mentioned  in  this  capacity  by  several 
writers. 

With  its  propensity  for  christianizing  everything  that  came  within  its 

grasp,  medieval  Europe  vigorously  attacked  these  Eastern  cards,  with  the 

result  that  very  early  '  Le  Pape '  and  '  La  Papesse '  appear.  It  has  been  said 
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that  the  Italian  suit  signs  are  the  four  symbols  sacred  to  Hermes,  forging 

another  link  connecting  playing  cards  with  fortune-telling.  Those  who 

sought  help  from  Hermes'  oracle  in  the  old  days  first  made  an  offering  of 

silver  to  the  temple  priests,  and  the  crossing  of  a  gypsy's  palm  with  silver  is 
a  survival  of  that  ancient  rite.  Of  the  atouts,  Le  Bateleur  and  Le  Fou  are 

both  said  to  have  originally  signified  Mercury.  Le  Pendu  symbolizes  the 

universal  sun  myth,  which  has  been  called  the  basis  of  religion  wherever  a 

dying  god  is  worshiped.  Its  meaning,  of  course,  is  emblematic  of  the  winter 

solstice  and  the  coming  of  spring. 

La  Roux  de  Fortune  can  be  plainly  traced  from  the  earliest  sun  glyphs, 

which  were  wheels.  As  the  fate  of  the  earth  is  dependent  on  the  sun,  so  the 

wheel  symbolizes  fate  and  fortune.  On  one  side  appears  the  Egyptian  god 

of  good,  and  on  the  other  the  god  of  evil.  Le  Diable  is  symbolic  of  Saturn 

and  is  characteristic  of  the  power  of  evil  over  mankind. 

It  is  in  1379  that  we  first  hear  of  numeral  cards  in  Italy.  In  his  '  Istoria 

della  citta  di  Viterbo,'  Covelluzo  writes:  'There  were  encamped  about 
Yiterbo  paid  troops  of  the  opposing  factions  of  Clement  YII  and  Urbain 

VI,  who  did  commit  depredations  of  all  kinds,  and  robberies  in  the  Roman 

states.  In  this  year  of  such  great  tribulations  the  game  of  cards  was  intro- 

duced into  Viterbo,  which  came  from  the  Saracens  and  was  called  Naib.' 
Covelluzo  wrote  his  history  in  1480  and  it  may  be  merely  his  personal 

opinion  that  cards  came  from  the  Saracens.  But  it  is  interesting  to  know 

that  the  Hebrew  word  for  sorcery  is  4  naibi '  and  that  the  Spanish  one  for 

cards  is  'naipes.'  It  is  rather  more  likely,  however,  that  these  numeral 
cards  were  European  copies  of  cards  from  China,  whose  original  four  suits 

of  coins,  strings,  myriads,  and  tens  of  myriads  became  the  batons,  coins, 

swords,  and  cups  of  the  Italian  pack. 

It  is  supposed  that  the  Venetians  added  these  numerals  to  the  emblem- 
atic series,  to  compose  the  game  of  tarots,  making  it  a  game  for  grown 

people,  and  creating  an  element  of  chance. 

In  1381,  in  the  records  of  Laurent  Aycardi,  a  notary  of  Marseilles,  it  is 

related  how  a  certain  Jean  Jacques,  son  of  a  merchant,  was  an  immoderate 

player  of  cards.  Before  leaving  the  city  and  embarking  for  Alexandria  on  a 

ship  destined  for  that  port,  his  friends  feared  that  in  the  course  of  the  voy- 

age, ennuied  by  the  long  journey,  he  would  abandon  himself  to  his  domi- 
nating passion.  So  two  of  them  made  him  promise  before  a  notary  that  he 

would  not  touch  cards  after  setting  foot  on  shipboard  nor  at  Alexandria, 

nor  after  he  had  returned  to  Marseilles  and  been  at  home  eight  days.  For 

any  infraction  of  the  contract  he  was  to  pay  fifteen  florins  in  gold. 

In  1393,  Jean  Morelli,  a  Florentine,  naming  the  dangers  to  which  young 

men  are  exposed,  says:  'Play  not  at  games  of  chance  or  at  dice.  Play  the 

games  which  are  for  children,  les  osselets,  les  fers,  les  naibis.' 
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This  seems  to  show  that  both  a  game  of  chance  and  a  child's  game  were 
played  with  them  at  the  time.  The  so-called  tarots  of  Mantegna,  the  ear- 

liest engraved  Italian  cards  which  have  come  down  to  our  time,  are  evi- 

dently an  instructive  series.  They  are  very  large  and  on  very  thin  paper, 
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TEN  OF  THE  FIFTY  TAROTS  OF  MANTEGNA,  1485 

The  originals  are  each  seven  inches  long  and  four  inches  wide 

and  would  be  impossible  to  shuffle  or  deal.  There  were  fifty  of  these  and 

the  subjects  were  all  mythological  or  allegorical.  They  represent  the  differ- 
ent states  of  life,  the  muses,  the  virtues,  the  planets,  the  liberal  arts,  and 

the  sciences.  They  are  now  ascribed  to  Botticelli  and  Baldini,  and  the 

feeling  of  the  Florentine  school  is  very  evident,  though  the  names  are  in 
the  Venetian  dialect. 

Miniature  painters  and  decorative  painters  of  great  ability  fashioned 

lovely  old  cards  for  the  gay  and  beauty-loving  Venetians  of  the  fifteenth 
century.  These  were  tarots  with  numeral  series  for  playing  at  cards  as  we 

understand  the  term  to-day.  Some  of  these  are  still  to  be  seen  in  Naples 
and  Milan  and  Venice.  There  are  no  names  on  the  atouts  of  these  painted 
tarots. 

The  painter,  Marziano  da  Tartona,  lived  at  the  court  of  Filippo  Maria 

Visconti,  Duke  of  Milan,  and  he  painted  for  his  young  patron  a  set  of  cards 

containing  the  figures  of  the  gods  and  with  them  emblematic  animals  and 

likewise  figures  of  birds.  It  is  further  written  that  the  young  duke  played

a  game  with  these  painted  figures,  and  later,  that  he  sometimes  played  a 

game  of  hazard  on  particular  occasions,  which  seems  to  show  that  there 

was  more  than  one  way  of  playing  at  tarots  in  those  days.  It  is  also  written 

that  Marziano  was  rewarded  with  fifteen  hundred  pieces  of  gold  for  these 

painted  cards.  This  was  in  1415.  In  1454,  fifteen  francs  is  paid  for  a  pack 

by  the  Dauphin  of  France,  which  seems  to  show  that  by  that  time  an 

easy  and  satisfactory  process  for  making  them  had  been  found. 

These  beautiful  cards  which  were  painted  for  the  Duke  of  Milan  in  1415 

are  still  in  the  possession  of  his  family.  They  are  said  to  be  a  minchiate  set. 

If  so,  it  puts  an  end  to  the  old  tradition  which  says  that  the  game  of  min- 
chiate was  invented  by  Michelangelo  to  teach  the  children  of  Florence  to 

think  and  to  count.  There  were  ninety-seven  cards  in  a  minchiate  set,  the 

usual  atouts  of  the  tarot  pack  being  increased  by  the  virtues,  the  elements, 

and  the  signs  of  the  zodiac.  These  atouts  are  not  named.  The  coin  suit 

marks  usually  have  heads  upon  them,  and  the  cavaliers,  or  mounted 
knaves,  are  monsters.

The  queen  of  cups,  the  king  of  batons,  the  valet  of  swords,  and  the  cavalier  of  coins 
are  shown. 
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At  this  same  time  Francesco  Fibbia,  Prince  of  Pisa,  was  spending  the 

days  of  his  exile  in  Bologna.  He  introduced  a  new  game,  known  as  '  Bo- 

logna tarots,'  or  'tarocchini,'  in  which  some  of  the  numerals  were  sup- 
pressed, making  a  pack  of  sixty-two  cards,  instead  of  the  original  seventy- 

eight.  So  delighted  was  the  court  with  this  new  game  that  the  author  was 

given  the  privilege  of  placing  his  coat  of  arms  on  the  queen  of  bastoni  and 

that  of  his  wife,  who  was  of  the  Bentivoglio  family,  on  the  queen  of  danari. 

And  there  you  may  see  them  to  this  day. 

A  fifteenth-century  manuscript  in  our  library  concerns  itself  in  one  part 
with  the  question  of  the  morality  of  cards  and  card  games.  Its  author  says 

that  those  games  are  permissible  which  do  not  keep  people  from  Mass, 

and  which  encourage  the  heart  to  good  works.  A  marginal  note  in  Italian 

lists  the  atouts  of  a  tarot  series  in  the  following  order:

The  last  two  atouts  and  some  of  the  characteristic  court  cards  and  numerals 
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with  its  sixty-two,  are  still  used  in  Italy,  and  there  are  many  variations  of 
designs  and  colors. 

An  early  eighteenth-century  series  of  seventy-eight  cards  shows  the 
usual  designs  from  wood  blocks,  pleasingly  colored,  soft  blues  predominat- 

ing. The  two  of  cups  bears  the  name  of  the  maker,  'Francesco  Gaetano 
Ghirardi  in  Bologna.'  We  have  six  other  cards  of  this  series  in  which  the coloring  is  much  more  crude.  These  came  from  the  Charlotte  Wolter 
Collection.  On  the  backs  of 

all  of  these  cards  is  a  wood 

cut,  showing  a  butcher  carry- 
ing his  wares  on  a  pole  over 

his  shoulder,  and  lettered  4  Al 

Mondo.' The  Italian  cards  have 

from  the  first  differed  from 

those  of  other  countries  in 

several  respects.  The  backs 

from  the  beginning  have  been 

decorated  with  a  design  from 
a  wood  block.  Sometimes  this 

is  a  figure  or  a  flower,  some- 
times a  coat  of  arms.  The 

cards  themselves  are  often 

heavy  and  inflexible,  the 

paper  of  the  back  being 
folded  over  to  make  a  raised  border  around  the  face  of  the  card.  Often 

this  border  is  dotted  or  checkered. 

The  suit  signs  are  long  curved  swords  or  scimitars,  for  the  nobility ;  cups, 

which  are  usually  elaborate  chalices,  for  the  Church;  danari  or  money  for 

the  citizens;  and  bastoni  or  clubs  for  the  peasantry. 

In  both  the  suits  of  swords  and  bastoni,  the  suit  signs  interlace  most 

confusingly.  The#  Italian  king  is  always  seated. 

There  is  a  set  of  early  nineteenth-century  tarots  which  differ  in  several 

respects  from  the  conventional  packs.  They  are  from  copper  plates,  care- 
fully and  delicately  colored  by  hand.  The  atouts  are  of  the  old  emblematic 

character,  but  are  well  drawn,  and  in  some  instances  modernized,  il  baga- 

telliere  and  l'imperatrice  (the  titles  are  all  in  Italian)  being  in  the  costumes 
of  the  First  Empire.  The  court  cards  are  in  the  costume  of  ancient  Rome 

and  are  very  similar  in  all  four  suits  except  for  their  emblems.  Both  the 

suit  of  swords  and  the  suit  of  batons  are  of  the  Spanish  type  instead  of  the 

Italian,  straight  short  poniards  and  knotty  clubs,  placed  side  by  side. 

A  series,  beautifully  engraved  by  C.  Dellarocco,  bears  the  stamp  lettered 

ITALIAN  CARD  BACKS 

The  one  on  the  right  is  from  a  pack  of  Bolognese  tarots 
the  one  on  the  left  from  a  minchiate  pack,  c.  1700 
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'Milano  1842/  The  cards  are  hand-colored  and  the  atouts  are  variations 

of  the  old  designs,  with  titles  in  Italian.  The  name  of  the  maker,  Gump- 

penberg,  of  Milan,  is  on  the  king  of  bastoni. 

The  old  designs  persist  even  in  the  lithographed  cards  of  the  late  nine- 
teenth century.  A  pack  made  in  Turin  have  both  the  court  cards  and 

atouts  as  double  heads,  with  their  titles  lettered  on  the  side  of  the  card. 

The  minchiate  cards  are  from  wood  blocks  usually  colored  with  stencil. 

The  designs  are  curious  and  archaic,  and  the  dotted  backs  fold  over  to 
make  a  border  around  the  face  of  the  card.  The  cavalier  of  swords  is  a 

centaur,  and  the  cavalier  of  coins  has  the  body  of  a  lion. 

The  most  famous  series  of  the  Bologna  tarots,  or  tarocchini,  are  the 

designs  of  Giuseppe  Maria  Mitelli,  in  the  latter  part  of  the  seventeenth 

century.  These  are  hand-colored  etchings.  The  twenty-two  atouts  are  a 
complete  departure  from  the  old  emblematic  designs.  There  are  four  court 

cards,  the  ace  and  the  numerals  six  to  ten  of  each  suit.  On  the  ace  of  cups 

are  the  arms  of  the  Bentivoglio  family  for  whom  the  cards  were  made,  and 

who,  according  to  Cicognara,  still  had  the  plates  in  their  possession  in 

1831.  On  the  ace  of  coins  is  a  portrait  medallion  with  the  artist's  name 
below.  Reference  to  the  armorial  bearings  of  the  family  can  be  traced  in 

several  of  the  cards.  The  ace  of  cups  and  the  six  of  swords  show  the  saw 

which  was  their  original  arms,  and  there  is  a  suggestion  of  it  in  the  dress  of 

the  queen  of  coins.  We  also  have  these  cards  as  uncolored  prints  in  book 

form.  The  title  is  'Giuoco  di  Carte,  con  nuova  forma  di  Tarrocchini, 

Intaglio  in  Roma  di  Giuseppe  Maria  Mitelli.  Dedicato  dall'  istesso.  All' 

Illustris :  Sig  Co :  Filippo  del  gia'  Co :  Prospero  Bentivoglio  Illmo  Sigr  Co : 
mio  Sigr  e  Pron  Col  :mo '  These  prints  are  now  very  rare. 

Very  early -in  Venice,  by  discarding  the  atouts  of  the  tarot  series,  and  the 
queens,  together  with  the  three,  four,  five,  and  six  of  the  numerals,  they

had  what  they  called  a  *  trappola '  pack,  with  which  they  played  the  great 
gambling  game  which  still  flourishes,  not  only  in  Venice,  but  in  Trieste  and 

Vienna  and  throughout  Hungary.  Uncut  sheets  of  early  sixteenth-century 
wood  blocks  show  the  kings,  cavaliers,  and  knaves  for  trappola  packs, 

stenciled  in  delightful  blues. 

From  the  middle  of  the  eighteenth  century  there  are  many  examples  of 

hombre  packs  of  forty  cards,  for  playing  the  Spanish  game.  These  usually 

bear  the  conventional  Italian  suit  signs,  and  often  the  knave  is  replaced 

by  a  queen,  which  is  never  found  in  the  Spanish  cards.  The  king  is  also 
seated  in  the  Italian  manner,  and  the  cards  have  the  familiar  Italian 

border. 

A  series  of  these  hombre  cards  of  the  late  seventeenth  century  are  some- 

what in  the  manner  of  the  later  minchiate  cards.  In  each  suit  is  a  king,  a 

cavalier  represented  by  a  horse  only,  and  a  knave  as  a  man  in  armor,  to-

gether  with  the  numerals  one  to  seven.  On  many  of  the  designs  the  shield 

of  the  Albani  family  appears ;  it  is  also  on  the  backs  under  a  coronet  with 

a  cross  of  a  Knight  of  Malta  and  the  name  Urbino.  The  cards  are  supposed 

to  have  been  made  for  the  Albani  family.  They  are  etchings,  uncolored, 

and  on  many  of  them  the  artist's  name  is  to  be  found,  'Pietro  Leone 

Ghezzi.' 
In  the  middle  of  the  nineteenth  century,  these  hombre  cards  are  made  in 

Naples,  with  all  the  Spanish  characteristics,  and  not  resembling  the 

Italian  cards  in  any  respect. 

There  are  also  many  packs  of  fifty -two  cards,  sometimes  with  the  Italian

A  queen,  contrary  to  Spanish  custom,  also  replaces  the  cavalier  in  the  suits  of  coins  and  cups. 
Bologna,  c.  1740 
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suit  signs  and  the  Venetian  couplets  on  the  aces  of  swords  and  bastoni ; 
sometimes  with  the  French  suit  signs,  when  the  queen  replaces  the  cavalier, 
though  the  cards  are  still  made  in  the  Italian  manner  with  the  folded 

border.  Two  Florentine  series  of  piquet  cards  show  full-length  figures  in 
the  costumes  of  the  Middle  Ages  and  those  of  the  sixteenth  century,  for 
the  court  cards. 

ITALIAN  COURT  CARDS  OF  THE  EARLY  SIXTEENTH  CENTURY 

Of  educational  cards,  there  are  many.  A  seventeenth-century  geograph- 

ical series  of  fifty-six  cards  has  the  greater  part  of  each  card  taken  up  with 
questions  and  answers  concerning  geography,  in  verse.  The  suit  signs  are 

shown  in  the  upper  left-hand  corner,  spades  blue,  cups  pink,  coins  yellow, 

and  batons  orange,  a  small  square  hand-colored,  and  lettered  with  the 
name  of  the  card. 

Another  geographical  series  is  the  Italian  version  of  the  English  geo- 

graphical cards  of  1678.  The  Italian  cards  are  made  with  the  folded  bor- 

der, and  the  faces  are  hand-colored,  diamonds  green,  clubs  pink,  spades 
yellow,  and  the  hearts  uncolored. 

A  third  geographical  series  is  the  'Gioco  Geographice  dell'  Europa,'  a 
complete  tarot  series  of  seventy-eight  cards  in  which  the  atouts  are  maps, 
and  the  four  suits  Nord,  Sud,  Centre,  and  Isole.  The  four  court  cards  of 

each  suit  are  numbered  I  to  IV,  and  bear  the  coats  of  arms  of  the  principal 

countries  with  a  description  of  their  climates,  religions,  etc.  The  other 

cards  are  numbered  1  to  10,  and  describe  the  divisions  of  each  country.

They  were  probably  made  in  Naples,  in  the  second  half  of  the  eighteenth 

century. 

The  de  Brianville  heraldry  appears  in  three  Italian  editions.  The  first, 

in  1677,  when  the  cards,  beautifully  illumined  little  prints,  are  found  in  a 

tiny  vellum-bound  book,  with  the  title:  'Giuoco  d'Armi  dei  Sovrani  e 

Stati  D'Europa  per  apprendre  L'Armi,  La  Geographia  a  l'Historia  loro 
curiosa.  Di  C  Orance  Fine  detto  di  Brianville.  Tradotta  del  Francese  in 

Italiano  &  accrescinto  di  molte  aqquinte  necessarie  par  la  perfetta  cogni- 
tione  della  Storia  Da  Bernardo  Guistiniana  Veneto.  In  Napoli.  Appresso 

Antonio  Bulison  all'  Inseggna  della  Sirena.' 
The  second  is  an  uncolored  series  of  the  same  prints,  with  the  same  title- 

page,  but  dated  1681.  The  binding  is  a  contemporary  one  of  ivory  and 
silver. 

The  third  edition  was  printed  in  Naples  in  1725  by  Paolo  Petrini.  These 

are  the  cards  themselves.  The  arms  of  the  Pope,  the  king  of  clubs,  are 

those  of  Benedict  XIII,  while  in  the  two  earlier  series  they  are  those  of 

Innocent  XI,  and  in  the  original  French  cards  they  are  the  papal  arms  of 

Alexander  VII.  This  seems  to  be  the  only  alteration  made  in  the  several 
editions. 

A  Biblical  series  of  fifty-two  cards  show  illustrations  of  Old  Testament 

stories.  The  strange  suit  signs  at  the  top  of  each  card  are  colored  by  hand. 

Thirteen  of  the  cards  bear  an  orange  circle  in  which  is  engraved  a  bird, 

animal,  or  some  other  emblem,  while  above  is  a  letter  A  to  AW.  Thirteen 

have  yellow  diamonds  with  still  other  emblems,  lettered  from  0  to  the  end 

of  the  alphabet.  Thirteen  have  pink  hearts  lettered  a  to  nn,  and  thirteen

lavender  jars  lettered  from  o  to  the  end  of  the  alphabet.  On  the  last  card 

of  each  series  is  a  resume  of  all  that  has  gone  before.  On  the  y  of  jars  is  the 

engraver's  name,  'A.  Visentini,  Sculp.  1748.'  We  have  the  original  draw- 
ings of  Francesco  Zuccarelli,  from  which  these  cards  were  made.

BIBLICAL  PLAYING  CARDS  OF  FRANCESCO  ZUCCARELLI,  1748 

The  elaborate  use  of  playing  cards  for  fortune-telling  and  divination, 
early  in  the  sixteenth  century,  is  evidenced  by  a  rare  and  beautiful  book 

published  in  Venice  in  1550.  Its  title-page  reads:'  Le  Ingeniose  Sorte 
composte  per  Francesco  Marcolini  da  Forli,  intitulate  Giardino  di  Pensieri, 

Nouamente  Ristampate,  e  in  Nouo  et  Bellissimo  Ordine  Riformate.  M.D.L.' 
The  cards  employed  by  Marcolini  are  the  king,  knight,  knave,  ten,  nine, 

eight,  seven,  two,  and  ace  of  danari.  This  work  is  known  to  iconophilists 

for  the  beauty  of  its  wood  cuts,  after  the  designs  of  Giuseppe  Porta  and 

Salviati.  Besides  the  frontispiece  it  contains  ninety-nine  wood  cuts  which 
are  emblematic  of  the  virtues  and  follies,  and  of  the  sayings  and  doctrines 

of  ancient  moralists  and  philosophers.  Under  each  illustration  are  explana- 
tory triolets,  with  miniature  cards. 

A  reprint  of  this  book  was  published  in  1784.  There  is  a  portrait  of 

Marcolini,  as  a  frontispiece,  and  on  the  back  of  the  title-page  is  an  eagle 

with  a  banner  lettered  'Copia  III.'  The  portrait  is  signed,  'Ios.  Daniotto 

tot  hoc  Opus  Sculp,'  at  the  lower  left-hand  corner.  But  who  this  engraver 
was  or  where  the  book  had  its  origin  is  not  known.  The  designs  for  the 

illustrations  and  the  playing  cards  which  every  page  presents  are  evidently 

copied  from  the  edition  of  1550,  but  all  are  engraved  from  copper  plates 

and  the  text  is  in  letterpress.  At  the  end  of  the  book  there  are  seven  verses 
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in  triolets  eulogistic  'del  Gran  Daniotto,'  and  from  which  it  appears  that 
only  thirty-six  copies  of  the  book  were  printed. 

Another  early  volume  on  divination  is  'II  Laberinto  del  Clarissimo 
Signor  Andrea  Ghisi;  Nel  qual  si  contiene  una  bellissima  &  artificiosa 

tessitura  di  due  milla  ducento  sessanta  Figure,  che  aprendolo  tre  volte, 

con  facilita  si  puo  saper  qual  figura  si  sia  immaginata ;  Al  Serenissimo  Don 

Francesco  Gonzaga  Prencipe  di  Mantoua.  In  Venetia  M.DC.YII.  Ap- 

presso  Rampazetto.'  The  long  dedication  to  the  Prince  of  Mantua  is  fol- 
lowed by  many  pages  of  wood-block  prints,  each  two  inches  square,  evi- 
dently emblematic  of  some  vice  or  virtue.  There  is  a  double  page  of  these 

prints  for  each  letter  in  the  alphabet,  the  same  ones  being  repeated  at 

times,  but  their  order  changed.  There  is  an  epilogue  in  verse,  in  praise  of 

the  author,  and  the  book  is  in  its  original  vellum  binding. 

CUCU  CARDS,  A  VERY  EARLY  ITALIAN  CARD  GAME 

A  pack  consists  of  a  double  set  of  cards,  thirty-eight  in  all.  In  each  pack  the  highest  card  is  the  Cucu, 
then  Bragon,  next  the  cat,  and  the  inn,  the  ten  numerals,  then  Nulla,  Secchia,  Mascherone,  and  Matto. 
Cucu  is  one  of  the  games  which  is  recommended  in  the  directions  for  playing  with  the  De  Brianville 
heraldry  cards,  its  extreme  simplicity  not  interfering  with  the  educational  value  of  the  blazonry,  geo- 

graphy, and  history  that  they  are  supposed  to  instill  into  the  minds  of  the  players. 

There  is  an  old  wood  block  in  the  Paris  collection  of  prints,  which  shows 

Saint  Bernardin  of  Sienna  preaching  at  Bologna  against  cards  and  gaming, 

in  1423.  The  story  is  that  his  hearers  were  moved  to  throw  their  cards  into 

a  great  blaze  in  the  market-place.  There  was  a  card-maker  present,  who 

cried  out  at  the  sad  sight:  'I  have  not  learned,  father,  any  other  business 
than  that  of  painting  cards.  If  you  deprive  me  of  that,  you  deprive  me  of 

the  means  of  earning  a  subsistence,  and  my  destitute  family  of  life.'  The 

saint  replied,  'Paint  this  figure,  and  you  shall  never  have  cause  to  repent 

having  done  so.'  Whereupon  he  drew  a  radiant  sun  having  in  its  center  the 

sacred  cipher  'I.H.S.' 
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We  find  this  symbol  among  the  German  monastic  prints  of  the  fifteenth 

century.  When  the  card-makers  of  Venice  protest  against  the  importation 
of  cards  from  Germany  in  1441,  both  painted  and  printed  cards  are  men- 

tioned, and  it  is  interesting  to  look  back  on  these  old  cards  of  both  coun- 

tries and  see  what  a  wealth  of  ideas  and  how  much  real  beauty  went  into 

their  making. 

The  celebrated  Antonio  Cicognara,  painter  of  Ferrare,  who  illumined  the 

beautiful  books  of  the  Cathedral  of  Cremona,  designed  some  exquisite 

cards,  which  are  in  the  collection  of  the  Count  Colleoni.  As  in  the  family 

of  the  Duke  of  Milan,  these,  too,  have  been  handed  down  from  generation 

to  generation. 

In  the  pastorals  which  were  written  by  Lorenzo  de'  Medici  in  his  youth,  he 
speaks  of  flush  and  basset  as  the  card  games  that  are  played  throughout 

the  countryside. 

There  is  a  curious  little  vellum-bound  book,  published  in  Venice  in  1545, 

'The  Cards  Speak.'  The  interpretation  of  the  suit  signs  is  that  swords  re- 
call the  death  of  those  who  have  become  mad  over  gaming;  batons  or 

clubs,  the  chastisement  that  they  merit  who  cheat;  coins  or  danari,  the 

food  of  gaming;  cups,  the  wine  in  which  the  disputes  of  the  gamesters  are 
drowned. 

In  the  Musee  de  Hal  at  Brussels  are  the  first  double-head  cards  known. 

Surprisingly  enough,  they  have  the  Italian  suit  signs.  The  king  of  batons 

bears  a  round  escutcheon,  on  which  is  a  two-headed  eagle  and  the  words 

'Carte  da  Giuoco.'  On  the  two  of  swords  is  'Fabrica  di  Gaetano  Salvotti 

in  Vicenza  sul  Corso,  1602.'

CHAPTER  IX 

PLAYING  CARDS  IN  SPAIN 

The  learned  Salvini,  who  wrote  in  Florence  in  the  early  eighteenth  century, 

believed  that  it  was  very  possible  that  the  Moors  brought  cards  with  them 

as  well  as  chess  when  they  invaded  Europe.  The  Saracens  spread  over 

Asia  and  Africa  and  attempted  to  cross  the  sea,  as  early  as  the  seventh 

century.  They  had  completely  conquered  Sicily  by  832.  They  were  in 

Spain  in  710,  and  about  731  they  penetrated  through  Languedoc  into 

France  as  far  as  Aries,  and  continued  in  possession  of  southern  Spain  until 

1492.  About  842  they  proceeded  from  Sicily  into  Calabria,  and  a  few  years 

later  reached  Rome  and  Tuscany.  They  stayed  in  different  parts  of  Italy 

until  the  tenth  century  and  the  Pope  and  the  Italian  princes  made  use  of 

them  as  soldiers  in  their  incessant  warring.  They  were  an  enlightened 

people  compared  to  the  Europeans,  and  it  is  acknowledged  that  we  are 

indebted  to  them  for  the  dawn  of  science  and  letters  and  certainly  for  chess. 

The  Moors  now  play  hombre,  the  old  Spanish  game,  which  is  similar  to  the 

Hindoo  game  of  ganjifa  in  many  respects.  Whether  it  was  originally  their 

own  game,  of  Eastern  origin,  or  whether  they  learned  it  from  the  Spaniards, 

it  is  hard  to  say. 

Bullet,  in  his  'Recherches  Historiques  sur  les  Cartes  a  Jouer,'  which  he 
wrote  in  1757,  and  M.  l'Abbe  Rive,  in  his  book  '  Eclaircissements  Histo- 

riques et  Critiques  sur  lTnvention  des  Cartes  a  Jouer,'  published  in  Paris 
in  1780,  both  credit  the  origin  of  European  playing  cards  to  Spain  through 
this  Eastern  source. 

There  is  no  mention  of  cards,  however,  in  the  *  Arabian  Nights,'  where 
they  would  most  certainly  have  been  found  had  there  been  any.  It  is  on 

this  fact,  and  because  neither  Marco  Polo  nor  Chaucer  speaks  of  them, 

that  Mr.  Willshire,  who  wrote  the  preface  of  the  catalogue  for  the  collec- 
tion of  playing  cards  in  the  British  Museum  in  1878,  credits  them  with  a 

European  origin. 

No  Spanish  cards  of  a  date  earlier  than  1600  exist,  so  far  as  is  known, 

though  cards  were  unquestionably  used  throughout  Spain  long  before  that 

time.  M.  d'Allemagne,  the  latest  authority  on  French  cards,  thinks  that 
they  may  have  been  taken  into  Spain  from  France  probably  in  the  baggage 

of  some  knight  in  the  suite  of  du  Guesclin,  going  to  fight  Pierre  le  Cruel, 
about  1367. 

Another  interesting  suggestion  he  makes  is  that  they  may  have  come 

directly  to  Spain  from  Flanders  in  the  trading  ships  which  plied  between 
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the  two  countries  laden  with  wool  and  other  necessaries  of  life.  He  adds 

that  this  last  opinion  finds  justification  in  the  name  itself,  'naipes,'  which 
has  always  been  and  still  is  the  Spanish  word  for  cards.  In  the  Spanish 

dictionary  of  Fernandez  Cuesta,  the  author  says  that  the  Academia  of  his 

country  thinks  possibly  'naip'  may  come  from  the  Flemish  word  'knaep,' 
meaning  paper. 

In  France  at  various  times  cards  are  mentioned  as  'leaves,'  'pages,'  or 

even  as  'paper  to  play  with,'  'papier  a  jouer.'  And  the  fifteenth-century 
German  trappola  cards  are  invariably  called 

'Trappola  Blattern,'  meaning  'leaves.' 
About  1540  the  Flemish  author  Eckloo,  or 

Pascasius  Justus,  traveled  through  Spain.  We 

have  his  little  book  '  Pascasii  Justi  Elzoviensis 
Philosophiae  &  Medicinae  Doctoris.  Alea  sive 

de  curanda  ludendi  in  pecuniam  cupiditate. 

Amsterodami,  apud  Ludovic  Elzivirium,'  in 
which  he  writes  that  the  Spaniards  are  pas- 

'^jjm't  f  sionately  fond  of  cards  and  that  he  traveled 
fu  \  iOiP*  d  JKn  H    many  leagues  in  that  kingdom  without  being 

able  to  procure  the  necessaries  of  life,  even  bread 

or  wine.  Yet  in  every  miserable  village  cards 

might  be  met  with. 
From  the  fifteenth  century,  Toulouse  and 

Thiers  made  a  considerable  quantity  of  playing 

cards  for  Spain.  And  Rouen  sent  her  specially 

made  cards  for  the  Spanish  market  both  to 

Portugal  and  Spain  in  the  Flemish  sailing  ships.  There  was  also  a  brisk 

trade  in  Spanish  cards  with  Limoges. 

These  earliest  Spanish  cards  are  quite  small,  especially  those  from 

Limoges  and  Rouen,  and  are  stenciled  in  bright  yellow  and  orange  and 

green.  Some  which  we  have  are  only  two  and  seven  eighths  by  one  and 

five  eighths  inches,  and  are  very  rare.  They  are  made  in  the  Italian  man- 
ner, by  folding  the  paper  over  from  the  back  of  the  card,  forming  a  border, 

marked  by  faint  diagonal  lines,  about  the  face  of  the  card.  The  paper  itself 

is  of  interesting  texture,  and  the  designs  are  the  crudest  of  wood  blocks. 

On  the  four  of  cups  are  the  initials,  '  F.C.,'  and  on  the  two  of  swords  letter- 

ing which  seems  to  be  'Ensconlicencia,'  though  it  is  so  blurred  it  is  impossi- 
ble to  be  sure  what  it  is.  Half  a  century  later  the  cards  are  larger,  particu- 

larly from  Thiers  and  Bordeaux,  and  there  is  much  gay  vermilion  and  blue 

used,  as  well  as  the  yellow  of  which  the  Spaniards  were  so  fond.  We  also 

have  cards  made  by  Inferrera,  in  Portugal,  contemporary  with  these  of 

France.  These  are  also  wood  blocks,  stenciled  in  orange  and  black.  The

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paper  is  similar  to  that  of  the  Limoges  cards,  and  again  the  paper  from  the 

back  is  folded  over  to  form  a  border,  this  time  of  quite  an  elaborate  con- 

ventional pattern.  The  border  is  uncolored.  At  the  top  and  bottom  of  each 

card  is  the  initial  of  the  suit  to  which  it  belongs;  also  the  designating  nu- 
meral, or,  in  the  case  of  the  court  cards,  an  initial  showing  its  rank.  The 

anatomy  and  costuming  of  the  court  cards  is  very  amusing,  especially  in 

the  gayly  caparisoned  cavaliers.  The  aces,  which  are  lettered  'A,'  are 
dragons,  with  the  suit  signs  in  their  mouths.  Some  of  these  cards  in  the 

Librairie  Nationale  at  Paris,  which  are  shown  on  plate  96  of  '  Les  Cartes 

Tarots  et  les  Cartes  Numerates, '  are  entirely  different  in  coloring,  being  in 
reds  and  blues  carefully  done  by  hand,  similar  to  that  used  by  Jehan  Volay 
in  Thiers.

The  frontispiece,  which  is  after  Hogarth,  shows  a  game  of  Ombre  a  trois  at  a  triangular  table.  This  old 

Spanish  game  was  in  great  favor  at  the  English  court.  It  was  superseded  by  the  four-handed  form  of  the 
game,  Quadrille,  which  was  popular  until  the  end  of  the  century. 

The  national  Spanish  game  of  hombre  evidently  had  its  origin  in  the 

chivalric  age,  and  in  the  Spanish  pack  for  playing  it,  there  are  forty  cards. 

The  eights,  nines,  and  tens  are  left  out,  and,  in  accordance  with  the  Orien- 

tal custom,  there  is  no  queen.  Her  place  is  taken  by  a  caballero,  or 

mounted  knave.  Unlike  the  Italian  kings,  the  Spanish  kings  always  stand, 
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with  flowing,  much  bejeweled  mantles.  Because  hombre  was  so  often  a 

game  a  trois,  little  triangular  card  tables  were  made,  during  the  seven- 
teenth and  eighteenth  centuries,  on  purpose  for  playing  it. 

The  suit  signs  of  the  Spanish  cards  are  cups,  swords,  coins,  and  clubs  or 

batons,  but  again  the  designs  differ  from  the  Italian  ones.  The  Spanish 

swords  are  straight,  two-edged  rapiers,  and  the  batons  are  heavy,  knotty 
clubs.  These  suit  signs  are  always  placed  parallel  to  one  another,  and  never 

interlace  as  the  Italian  suits  do.  The  only  exception  to  this  seems  to  be  the 
Inferrera  cards. 

In  1583  there  are  records  of  many  card-makers  of  Lyons  emigrating 

to  Spain  because  of  the  excessive  tax  in  their  own  country,  but  all  dur- 
ing the  seventeenth  century  Thiers  seemingly  furnished  cards  to  all  of 

Spain. 

SPANISH  PLAYING  CARDS  MADE  IN  MADRID  IN  1792 
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We  have  a  complete  pack  of  forty-eight  cards,  nine  numerals,  knave, 
caballero,  and  king  to  each  suit,  which  were  made  in  Madrid  in  1792.  This 

is  told  on  the  four  of  coins,  and  the  maker's  name,  '  Real  fabricados  de 
Madrid  por  D.  Felix  Solesie  e  Hijos/  These  are  from  wood  blocks  and  are 

stenciled  in  red,  blue,  green,  and  yellow.  The  court  cards  are  less  Spanish 

and  more  French  than  those  of  Jehan  Volay,  of  the  century  before. 

A  pack  of  cards  of  1801  first  shows  the  numbering  of  the  cards  of  each 

suit,  from  one  to  twelve,  at  the  upper  right-hand  corner.  The  wrapper 
bears  the  name  of  Don  Pedro  Castillo.  This  numbering  did  not  become 

customary  until  many  years  later.  Stenciled  cards  made  in  Cadiz  about 

1840  do  not  show  it,  nor  does  another  pack,  dated  1852,  whose  maker  is

Don  Sanmiarti  e  Hijo.  Nor  do  those  of  'J.  B.  David  en  Cadiz  y  Puebla,' 
which  are  dated  1868.  However,  cards  of  only  a  few  years  later,  made  in 

Barcelona  by  Cristobal  Masso,  bear  the  numbers  at  the  upper  right-hand 
corner. 

A  change  from  these  stenciled  cards  is  found  in  some  prettily  engraved 

ones  made  by  Fulladosa  y  Ca.,  in 

Barcelona,  about  1872.  The  suit  of 

swords  is  printed  in  blue,  cups  in  red, 

batons  in  brown,  and  coins  in  orange. 

The  court  cards  are  queen,  cavalier,  and 

king,  and  they  are  all  named  for  Spanish 

rulers  and  grandees  and  ladies,  begin- 
ning with  Pierre  le  Cruel  and  the  Cid.

the  Portuguese  cards  by  Inferrera,  and 
these  are  rather  a  law  unto  themselves, 
with  their  other  Italian  characteristics. 

There  are  similar  stenciled  cards  of 

Jose  Bau  in  Valencia,  Leon  in  Cadiz, 

Don  Segundo  Olea  in  Cadiz,  and  Camjos 

e  Hijos,  G.  Villasenor,  Juan  Codola, 

Sebastian  Comas  y  Bicart,  and  Simeon 
Dura  of  Valencia.  Sometimes,  instead 

of  the  maker's  name,  the  name  of  the 
factory  is  given,  La  Flor,  or  El  Ciervo,  or  El  Sol,  and  the  wrappers  of  the 

cards  are  quite  as  picturesque  as  their  titles.

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There  are  lithographed  cards  in  1899  made  by  Rudolfo  de  Olea,  in 

Cadiz,  and  these  are  followed  the  next  year  by  some  of  Heraclio  Fournier, 

in  Vitoria.  In  these,  the  court  cards  are  in  costume,  the  cups  swashbuck- 
ling noblemen  of  the  seventeenth  century,  the  swords  knights  templars, 

the  coins  courtesans,  and  the  batons  Indians. 

The  Mexican  cards  begin  with  some  made  in  1868  by  F.  Munguia,  whose 

factory  is  first  La  Campana  and  later  La  Estrella,  in  Mexico  City,  while 

J.  B.  Tejeda  y  Ca.  have  a  card  factory  at  Puebla.  Emilio  Cuenca  y  Ca.  of 

Mexico,  whose  factory  is  El  Sol,  have  an  hombre  pack  of  forty  cards,  made 

in  1896,  which  they  call  'Naipes  Nacionales,'  in  which  the  suit  signs  be- 
come Aztec  in  character.  The  kings  and  knaves  are  Aztec  chiefs,  the 

caballeros  conquistadores,  the  cups  are  Aztec  pottery,  and  the  swords 

machetes,  while  the  coins  and  batons  are  decorated  with  the  Aztec  sym- 
bols. 

There  is  a  great  variety  of  color  in  these  curious  old  Spanish  cards,  but 

very  little  in  design,  and  it  seems  a  meager  story  for  a  nation  whose  card 

playing  has  extended  over  so  many  centuries,  and  been  so  universal.

CHAPTER  X 

PLAYING  CARDS  IN  SWITZERLAND 

The  story  of  playing  cards  in  Switzerland  begins  when  one,  Joannes,  a 

brother  in  the  monastery  at  Brefeld,  writing  in  painstaking  Latin,  'De 

Moribus  et  Disciplina  Humane  Conservationist  says,  'Hence  it  is  that  a 
certain  game,  called  the  game  of  cards  [Ludus  cartarum]  has  come  to  us  in 

this  year  1377,  but  at  what  time  it  was  invented,  or  by  whom,  I  am 

ignorant.  But  this  I  say,  that  it  is  of  advantage  to  noblemen  and  to  others, 

especially  if  they  practice  it  courteously  and  without  money.'  In  the  first 

chapter  he  treats  'de  materia  ludi  et  de  diversitate  instriimentorum,'  and 

explains  how  that  'in  the  game  which  men  call  the  game  of  cards,  they 
paint  the  cards  in  different  manners,  and  play  with  them  in  one  way  and 

another '  —  which  would  seem  to  show  that  they  were  well  known  and 
that  they  had  been  in  use  sufficiently  long  for  more  than  one  kind  of  game 

to  be  played  with  them. 

He  goes  on,  'As  the  game  came  to  us,  there  are  four  kings  depicted  on 
four  cards,  and  each  one  holds  a  certain  sign  in  his  hand  and  sits  upon  a 

royal  throne,  and  under  the  king  are  two  "marechali,"  the  first  of  whom 
holds  the  sign  upright  in  his  hand,  and  the  other  holds  the  sign  downward 

in  his  hand.' 
These  two  marshals  are  represented  in  the  cards  of  the  fifteenth  century 

and  later,  by  the  queens  and  valets,  or  the  two  valets  or  knaves,  and  it  is 

interesting  to  see  that  in  the  hands  of  all  single-head  jacks,  even  those 

which  are  being  made  to-day  in  Belgium,  the  staves  in  two  of  them  are  still 
help  upward  and  down  in  the  other  two.  This  date  also  coincides  with  that 
in  the  archives  of  the  court  of  Jeanne  and  Wenceslas  of  Brabant. 

He  further  describes  a  pack  of  fifty-two  cards  by  adding  that,  under 

these  first-named  three  cards,  there  are  to  each  king  ten  other  cards,  'on 

each  of  which  the  king's  sign  is  placed,  on  the  first,  once,  on  the  second 

twice,  and  so  on.' 
Unfortunately  he  does  not  describe  these  signs  and  we  shall  probably 

never  know  whether  his  game  came  from  Italy  or  Germany,  France  or 

Spain,  or  whether  the  cards  were  painted  in  some  neighboring  valley  with 

the  Swiss  suit  signs  of  escutcheons,  acorns,  roses,  and  bells.  These  early 

Swiss  cards  had  for  their  court  cards  the  king,  chevalier,  and  knave,  which 

are  still  used  to-day,  and  the  aces  which  flaunt  their  signs  upon  banners. 
The  Swiss  game  made  at  Schaffhausen  has  six  numerals  to  each  suit,  while 
that  made  at  Soleure  has  nine.

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It  is  recorded  how  an  old  edict  of  1583  at  Lyons  caused  many  makers  to 

emigrate  to  Switzerland  because  of  the  excessive  duty  upon  playing  cards. 

This  edict,  adds  an  old  memoire,  'terrifying  in  such  a  fashion  the  card- 
makers,  that  rather  than  suffer  they  preferred  to  leave  the  kingdom  and 

their  native  heath  rather  than  their  liberty,  taking  with  them  the  blocks  for 

the  making  and  the  pressing  of  the  card.  In  such  a  state  which  was  soon 

general  throughout  France,  the  king  revoked  the  edict,  but  too  late.' 
However,  a  record  of  fifteen  years  later  mentions  special  patterns  used  in 

Lyons  for  the  making  of  Swiss  cards. 

Many  of  the  early  Swiss  cards  that  have  survived  are  the  old  familiar 

tarots.  They  are  wood  blocks,  very  large  and  very  crude  in  design,  but 

perfectly  delightful  in  their  soft  old  reds  and  blues.  The  earliest  series  we 

have  are  tarots  of  Joannes  Pelagius  Mayer,  of  Constance,  who  was  a 

cartier  of  the  later  part  of  the  seventeenth  century.  A  vivacious  Juno  and 

Jupiter  replace  la  Papesse  and  le  Pape,  and  the  spelling  is  as  atrocious  as 

the  designs  are  engaging.  Cards  of  the  early  eighteenth  century,  by  '  Ber- 

nard Schaer  in  Miimliswil  im  cant.  Solothurn,'  also  have  Juno  and  Jupiter 
instead  of  the  Papesse  and  the  Pope.  The  fleur  de  lys  of  France  is  on  the 

two  of  cups  and  on  every  coin  in  the  numerals  of  that  suit. 

A  third  tarot  series  has  both  the  maker's  name  and  the  date  on  the  two 

of  coins,  4  Joseph  Jagi,  M.  Cartier  a  Miimliswil.  1779.'  The  four  of  coins 
bears  the  three  fleurs  de  lys  of  France.  The  coloring  of  these  cards  is  very 

effective.  A  rich  blue  predominates  and  the  background  is  a  gray  blue.  In 
all  of  these  tarot  series  the  characteristics  of  the  tarots  made  in  France

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persist;  one  of  these  peculiarities  is  the  position  of  the  king  of  coins.  He 

affects  a  most  unkingly  attitude  and  always  sits  on  the  edge  of  his  throne 
with  his  legs  crossed. 

These  designs  for  the  most  part  probably  originated  in  Switzerland,  and 

the  fleur  de  lys  may  have  been  added  by  the  French  makers  during  the 

many  years  that  they  supplied  Switzerland  with  cards.  There  is  a  plea  for 

protection  against  an  excessive  duty,  addressed  to  the  syndics  in  Rouen  in 

1701,  and  preserved  in  its  archives.  This  plea  is  signed  by  nearly  forty 

card-makers  and  reads:  4 You  are  entreated  to  consider  that  the  city  of 
Rouen  is  the  only  city  in  the  realm  where  with  truth  can  be  said  there  is  the 

most  exporting  of  its  manufactures  to  foreign  countries,  and  it  can  with 

truth  be  said  that  it  does  more  than  all  the  others  together.  Indeed,  the 

reputation  of  the  cards  of  Rouen  is  known  in  Spain,  Sweden,  Russia, 

Switzerland,  Denmark,  England,  and  especially  in  Flanders.  Because  of 

this,  in  1648,  when  the  king  put  a  duty  on  all  cards  made  in  the  kingdom, 

he  excepted  only  those  of  Rouen.' 
Even  the  tarots  of  the  last  quarter  of  the  nineteenth  century  hold  to 

these  old  designs  and  traditions.  In  1747  there  is  a  long  report  of  the  card- 

makers  to  the  councilors  general  at  Paris,  describing  at  length  the  success 

of  French  cards  in  various  foreign  countries,  and  stressing  particularly 

their  popularity  in  Switzerland,  where  they  were  favorites. 

Jean  Hemau,  a  card-maker  who  lived  at  the  end  of  the  seventeenth 

century,  recalls  by  the  attitudes  of  the  figures  and  their  accessories  in  his 

cards  the  wonderful  German  prints  of  more  than  a  hundred  years  before. 

This  old  reminder  is  a  sort  of  adaptation  in  popular  prints  of  the  most 

beautiful  conceptions  of  those  first  great  master  engravers.  The  church 

stall  in  which  the  king  of  acorns  sits  is  a  veritable  Gothic  chair  of  state, 

ornamented  at  the  sides  with  the  beautiful  parchemin  paneling,  so  charac- 
teristic of  the  furniture  of  the  period.  The  king  of  roses  is  on  a  large  low 

throne,  very  like  those  met  with  in  a  game  picturing  the  Middle  Ages, 

which  was  published  at  Niirnberg.  The  king  of  bells  wears  a  flower- 

decked  crown  which  is  also  a  vestige  of  a  sixteenth-century  German  game. 
And  the  king  of  escutcheons  sits  in  one  of  the  high  stalls  that  are  frequently 

found  in  the  fifteenth-century  German  churches. 

The  acorns  grow  on  stems,  without  the  faintest  resemblance  to  anything 

in  nature,  and  the  roses  end  in  foliage,  in  the  midst  of  which  it  is  surprising 

to  find  an  angel's  head.  The  four  of  bells  shows  a  fortress  where  hangs  the 
coat  of  arms  of  Epinal,  where  Jean  Hemau  lived  and  worked.  Many  of  the 

old  Niirnberg  cards  show  the  Niirnberg  lion  and  the  coat  of  arms  in  the 
same  way. 

Most  of  the  characteristics  of  this  old  pack  of  cards  have  survived  in  the 

Swiss  cards  that  are  even  now  being  made  in  Switzerland. 
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Another  vagary  of  the  Swiss  cards,  in  the  trappola  packs  when  German 

suit  signs  are  used,  is  to  have  the  four  designs  on  the  four  twos  emblematic 

of  spring,  summer,  autumn,  and  winter.  In  such  packs  the  kings  are  usu- 
ally mounted,  the  cavalier  is  a  military  officer,  and  the  knave  a  Swiss 

hunter.

The  court  cards  and  two  of  acorns,  which  is  winter,  are  shown;  c.  1885 

In  one  of  these,  made  for  Edouard  Glantzle  at  Innsbruck  in  1878  by 

Heinrich  Hoffman  at  Vienna,  the  court  cards  are  single  heads  in  historical 

costume,  the  kings  being  Rudolph,  Frederick,  Maximilian,  and  Francis  I, 

and  the  numerals  picturing  historical  events  and  village  life  during  their 

reigns. 
In  another  series,  the  two  knaves  of  each  suit  are  named  for  Swiss 

heroes,  William  Tell  being  prominent. 

Another  pack,  this  time  of  fifty-two  cards  with  the  French  suit  signs, 

called  'Vues  et  Costumes  Suisses,'  by  Jean  Miiller,  at  Schaffhausen,  show 
the  coats  of  arms  and  the  native  costumes  of  the  various  cantons  on  each 

court  card,  and  the  aces  show  views  of  the  Swiss  Alps,  with  villages  nestling 

between  the  snowy  peaks. 

This  favorite  decoration  of  the  aces  is  shown  in  many  packs  with  the 

French  suit  signs.  The  court  cards  are  of  an  individual  type,  neither 

French  nor  German,  except  in  one  series  we  have,  of  1873,  which  are 

printed  from  wood  blocks,  the  designs  evidently  from  the  old  French  ones 

of  Andrieu.  The  knave  of  spades  of  this  pack  is  lettered  'Gassmann  a 

Geneve.'  We  also  have  a  tarot  series  of  about  this  time  by  the  same 
maker,  in  which  he  departs  from  the  old  designs  and  shows  atouts  in  black 

and  white,  small  figures  in  grotesque  attitudes,  intended  to  be  amusing. 

The  court  cards  are  printed  by  lithography  and  they  and  the  numerals  are 
colored  with  stencil. 

There  are  also  miniature  packs  of  cards  three  quarters  by  one  half  inch 

in  tiny  slip  cases,  made  at  Interlaken  and  Geneva.

CHAPTER  XI 

THE  PLAYING  CARDS  OF  DENMARK  AND  SWEDEN 

The  earliest  Danish  cards  we  have  are  a  pack  of  fifty-two  with  the  French 

suit  signs.  The  kings  and  knaves  are  of  the  German  type,  but  the  queens 

are  charming  little  ladies  of  the  middle  of  the  nineteenth  century,  with 

coiffures,  gowns,  and  bonnets  of  those  days.  The  knave  of  clubs  bears  the 

maker's  name,  J.  F.  Holmblads,  Kjobenhavn,  and  the  ace  of  diamonds,  as 
in  the  Russian  cards,  the  revenue  stamp.  These  cards  are  printed  from 

wood  blocks  and  stenciled.  A  later  pack  of  similar  design,  though  lacking 

some  of  the  quaintness  and  individuality  of  the  first  one,  is  lithographed  by 
the  same  maker. 

The  game  of  Gnau  consists  of  forty-two  cards  and  is  the  Danish  version 
of  the  old  game  of  Cucu.  The  Bragon  of  the  Italian  game  becomes  a 

cavalryman  with  drawn  sword  in  Denmark,  and  an  owl  replaces  the 

mascherone.  The  cards  of  our  game  are  lithographed  in  color,  and  each 

'house'  bears  the  name  of  the  maker,  S.  Salomon  &  Co.,  Copenhagen. 
In  Sweden  the  Cucu  cards  are  called  Kille  cards  or  Cambio,  and  still 

further  changes  appear.  Bragon  of  Italy  becomes  a  soldier  with  drawn 

sword,  the  horse,  an  armored  knight  on  his  charger,  and  the  cat,  a  boar. 

We  have  two  sets  of  these  cards,  quite  unlike  in  details,  but  with  the  same 

cards,  and  in  each  the  numeral  signs  are  fleurs  de  lys.  Neither  series  is 

colored,  and  the  name  of  the  maker,  A.  Boman,  Stockholm,  is  stamped  on 

one  of  the  cards  of  one.  The  other  series  is  printed  on  a  light  green  flowered 

paper. 

The  4  cards  for  playing '  are  the  usual  pack  of  fifty-two  with  the  French 
suit  signs.  But  the  court  cards  have  a  personality  of  their  own.  They  are 

named  Gustavus  Adolphus,  Gustavus  I,  Gustavus  III,  and  Carl  XII.

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The  earliest  series  we  have  are  lithographed  cards,  the  portrait  court  cards 

beautifully  done  with  careful  and  precise  attention  to  the  details  of  the 

costumes.  The  colors  are  very  soft  and  pleasing,  and  the  stamp  of  the 

maker,  Dolabet,  Norrkoping,  is  on  the  ace  of  hearts,  with  the  government 

stamp.

A  later  series,  with  similarly  named  court  cards,  have  in  addition  the 

title  of  each  card  lettered  upon  it,  'Rung,'  'Drottning,'  and  'Knecht.' 

The  maker's  stamp  on  the  ace  of  hearts  bears  the  name,  J.  0.  Oberg, 
Eskilstuna. 

Still  another  pack  shows  court  cards  of  a  conventionalized  Swedish  type, 
but  named  in  the  French  manner.

CHAPTER  XII 

PLAYING  CARDS  IN  RUSSIA 

The  earliest  Russian  cards  we  have  are  a  geography  game,  probably  of  the 

second  quarter  of  the  nineteenth  century.  They  are  beautifully  engraved 

and  colored  by  hand.  Resides  the  usual  fifty-two  cards,  there  are  eight 
extra  ones,  each  showing  a  map  of  a  part  of  Russia.  On  each  of  the 

fifty-two  cards  is  the  usual  suit  sign,  a  small  playing  card,  occupying 

the  upper  right-hand  corner.  The  upper  left-hand  quarter  of  the  card 
bears  the  coat  of  arms  of  a  Russian  province;  in  the  quarter  below  is  a 

list  of  the  principal  towns,  and  in  the  lower  right-hand  corner  is  a  figure 
in  the  native  costume  of  the  province. 

They  are  richly  lovely,  these  rare  little  reminders  of  old  imperial  Russia. 

On  the  excellent  little  maps,  which  are  faintly  tinted  in  water-color,  the 
distances  between  the  great  cities  are  given  in  versts,  St.  Petersburg  and 

Omsk  and  Moscow,  and  many  others. 

So  much  that  is  lost  and  gone  is  recorded  on  each  little  card  with  its 

strange  Russian  words,  the  vivid  symbolism  of  its  gay  coat  of  arms,  and  its 

quaint  little  figure  stepping  out  of  a  far  land  and  time,  that  they  take  on 

almost  the  importance  of  archives. 

The  hearts  are  Archangel,  with  its  vast  and  snowy  reaches  in  the  farthest 

north,  symbolized  in  its  device  by  a  Mercury,  on  a  golden  ground,  like 

Saint  Michael  in  shining  armor  slaying  the  prostrate  Lucifer;  Viatka,  with 

a  crossbow;  Kostroma,  with  its  cross,  symbolizing  its  cathedral;  Jaro  Slav, 

with  its  4 bear  that  walks  like  a  man';  Vladimir,  with  its  crowned  lion  upon 
a  royal  crimson  ground,  in  remembrance  of  the  crowning  of  the  Russian 

grand  dukes  in  its  great  cathedral  until  the  middle  of  the  fifteenth  century; 

Orenburg,  with  Ufa  as  its  capital,  showing  the  double-headed  eagle  of  the 

imperial  family;  Smolensk,  fortified  by  Roris  in  the  sixteenth  century, 

showing  a  cannon;  Tver,  with  the  old  arms  of  its  mediaeval  princes; 

Novgorod  'the  great,'  harking  back  to  the  days  of  Rurik,  with  its  device 
showing  four  fish,  two  rampant  bears,  and  the  candlestick  of  the  church; 

Pskoff,  with  its  emblem  relating  to  the  Hanseatic  League;  Vologda,  with 

an  orb  and  scepter,  and  boasting  a  long  list  of  towns  in  contrast  to  most  of 

the  sparsely  settled  provinces;  Olonetz,  with  its  emblem  of  Scandinavian 

warfare;  and  lastly  St.  Petersburg,  with  the  swords  and  tridents  of  Peter 
the  Great. 

The  spades  are  Voronezh,  with  the  imperial  eagle;  Livonia,  with  its 

capital,  Riga,  and  Esthonia  with  its  capital,  Reval,  both  with  devices  of

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the  thirteenth-century  sword-bearer  knights;  Irkutsk,  with  a  wolf  and 
lamb,  almost  Oriental,  and  probably  relating  to  the  dangers  of  the  great 

road,  traveled  by  the  tea  merchants;  Yeniseisk,  with  its  capital,  Krasnoy- 
arsk, and  its  neighbor,  Tomsk,  flaunt  devices  showing  the  Altai  Mountains 

and  white  horses,  emblematic  of  the  great  Siberian  road;  the  device  of 

Tobolsk  shows  white  sails  grouped  about  a  golden  shrine,  and  Taurida,  in 

spite  of  being  the  stronghold  of  the  Tartars,  shows  the  Russian  eagle,  as 

does  Kherson ;  Ekaterinoslav  flaunts  only  the  initial  of  the  great  Empress 

and  the  date  of  the  founding  of  this  province,  1787,  by  her  favorite, 

Potemkin;  Caucasus,  with  its  capital,  Stavropol,  shows  an  archer  upon  a 

white  horse,  guarded  by  the  imperial  eagle  upon  a  rock;  Astrachan,  with 

the  sword  and  crown  of  Ivan  the  Terrible,  reminiscent  of  his  driving  away 

of  the  Tartars,  while  Saratoff  shows  three  little  silver  fish  in  cerulean  blue. 

In  diamonds,  Perm  shows  a  jeweled  icon  upon  a  white  lamb  against  a 

scarlet  ground ;  KharkofF,  a  caduceus  and  horn  of  plenty ;  Kursk,  the  fire- 
bearing  pigeons  of  the  old  legend ;  Orel,  the  golden  eagle  above  a  castle  of 

Muscovy ;  Kaluga,  a  golden  crown  against  an  azure  ground ;  Tula,  recalling 

its  celebrated  makers  of  arms  and  keen  blades  by  those  crossed  on  its 

crimson  device;  Ryazan,  showing  one  of  the  mediaeval  princes;  TambofT, 

with  a  beehive  and  three  large  bees;  Penza,  with  three  sheaves  of  wheat; 

Nijni  Novgorod,  with  a  vermilion  deer  which  must  go  back  to  the  time  of 

the  Mongol  invasion ;  and  Kazan,  reminiscent  of  the  Tartars,  with  a  pre- 

historic black  bird  with  flame-colored  wings;  Simbersk,  with  a  gold-tipped 

marble  column;  and  Moscow  itself,  with  a  gold-armored  knight  upon  a 
white  horse. 

The  clubs  are  Courland,  with  its  capital,  Mitau,  which  harks  back  to  the 

fourteenth  century,  with  its  quartered  device  showing  two  rampant  lions 

and  two  white  deer;  Ressarabia,  with  its  capital,  Kishineff,  with  the  im- 
perial eagle;  the  three  seems  to  be  Ryalostok,  and  there  are  only  three 

towns  listed  in  this  province.  Its  insignia  show  an  eagle  and  a  mounted 

Cossack.  Pultowa  carries  on  the  quarterings  of  its  device  a  green  bay  tree, 

the  flag,  the  Russian  eagle,  and  tents  and  arms,  doubtless  in  remembrance 

of  Peter  the  Great's  victory  over  the  host  of  Charles  XII  of  Sweden. 
Tchernigoff  shows  a  gold-crowned  eagle,  perhaps  relating  to  its  days  as  an 
ancient  principality ;  KiefF,  whose  device  shows  the  angel  Gabriel  with  the 

flaming  sword,  symbolic  of  Saint  Andrew's  bringing  of  Christianity  to 
this  far  port  in  the  first  century;  Podolia,  with  its  capital  Kamenets,  and 

Volhynia,  with  its  capital  Zhitomir,  both  show  the  imperial  eagle;  Grodno 
carries  on  its  device  a  zebra  and  a  mounted  horseman  with  drawn  saber, 

and  Wilna  shows  the  same  horseman;  Minsk,  Mohileff,  and  Vitebsk  all 

show  the  Russian  imperial  eagle,  the  last  two  adding  a  mounted  knight. 

The  gay  little  costumed  figures,  the  women  with  their  veils  and  elaborate

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headdresses  and  full  skirts,  the  men  with  their  long  petticoats  rich  with 

embroideries  and  jewels,  seem  to  have  stepped  directly  out  of  the  half 

barbaric,  half  Oriental  legends  of  this  great  vague  land. 

The  Russian  4  cards  for  playing '  are  either  piquet  packs  of  thirty-two  or 
thirty-six  cards,  or  the  usual  pack  of  fifty-two,  with  the  French  suit  signs 
quite  recognizable,  but  drawn  with  a  certain  flowing  of  line  that  gives  them 

a  very  pleasing  delicacy.  On  the  ace  of  diamonds  is  always  the  Russian 

eagle  and  below  it  the  seal  of  the  card  manufactory.  This  card  manu- 
factory was  a  monopoly  under  the  czars,  established  by  the  Empress 

Marie.  The  money  from  it  went  to  the  support  of  a  home  for  the  orphans 

of  soldiers  and  sailors.  The  seal  of  this  monopoly  shows  a  pelican  on  her 

nest,  caring  for  her  young  who  are  grouped  before  her.  Very  often  these 

seals  are  printed  in  gold.  The  court  cards  in  all  of  our  packs  are  double 

heads.  They  are  not  entirely  conventionalized,  and  their  Russian  costumes 

are  very  interesting;  the  work  is  done  with  great  precision,  and  the  colors

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are  rich  and  beautiful.  The  backs  of  the  cards  are  reminiscent  of  the  Rus- 

sian embroideries,  conventional  designs  of  great  individuality  and  in 
excellent  taste.

It  is  rather  interesting  to  know  that  in  a  paper  on  'The  Origin  and 

Manufacture  of  Playing  Cards,'  by  George  Clulow,  F.R.G.S.,  of  London, 
and  read  by  him  before  the  Society  of  Arts  on  May 

8,  1889,  in  London,  he  says, 4 1  place  America  first, 
and  next  Russia  in  the  excellence  of  their  ma- 

terials and  their  methods  of  manufacture.' 
A  pack  of  trappola  cards  with  German  suit 

signs  are  almost  Oriental.  The  court  cards  are 

full-length  figures,  and  the  numerals  have  the 
usual  groups  of  little  figures  at  the  bottom  of 

each  card.  The  heart  suit  shows  Cossacks  riding 

their  horses,  the  bells  are  whimsical  and  delighjbful 

little  Chinamen  and  Mongols,  the  leaves,  har- 
lequins, pierrots,  and  buffoons  with  court  cards  in 

the  costume  of  the  sixteenth  century,  and  the 

acorns  show  costumes  of  a  century  later,  with  the 

figures  on  the  numerals,  little  dogs  dressed  in  cos- 

tumes of  the  same  period.  The  mark  of  the  monopoly  is  above  the 

elephant  on  the  two  of  bells. 

There  is  so  much  individuality  and  such  an  Oriental  flavor  to  all  of  these 

Russian  cards  that  they  seem  to  be  rather  the  game  of  the  most  Western 

of  Eastern  peoples  rather  than  that  of  the  most  Eastern  of  Europeans.

CHAPTER  XIII 

PLAYING  CARDS  IN  AMERICA 

The  gaming  sticks  of  the  American  Indians  resemble  those  of  Asia,  some 

of  them  being  marked  with  the  feathered  shaftment  of  an  arrow,  and 

others  with  the  symbols  of  the  Four  Directions ;  they  are  used  in  a  similar 

way,  and  their  origin  is  undoubtedly  identical. 

As  to  playing  cards  the  first  ones  were  unquestionably  brought  to 

America  by  the  Spaniards.  Cards  of  deerskin  or  sheepskin,  painted  after 

the  manner  of  the  old  Spanish  cards  of  three  centuries  ago,  are  still  occa- 

sionally to  be  found  among  the  Indians  of  the  Southwest.  According  to 

Mr.  Culin,  the  Indians  call  the  four  suits  'Copas,'  'Escudos,'  'Espadas,'

and  'Bastones'  or  4Palos.'  The  names  of  the  king  and  valet  are  'rey'  and 

'sota,'  as  in  Spanish,  but  the  cavalier,  or  4caballo,'  they  call  4jliv,'  or  horse. 

The  ace,  they  call  4  as,'  but  for  the  other  numerals  native  names  are  used. 

Their  game  they  call  4 con  quien'  (with  whom?).  It  is  also  known  by  the 

native  name  'daka  cunitsnun,'  meaning  cards  ten.  The  4 rey,'  or  king,  is 

also  called  4inju'  or  4inshu,'  meaning  good. 
There  is  a  legend  telling  how  the  sailors  with  Columbus,  who  were  in- 

veterate gamblers,  threw  their  cards  overboard  in  superstitious  terror  upon 

encountering  storms  in  these  vast  and  mysterious  seas.  Later,  safe  on  dry 

land,  they  regretted  their  rashness,  and  in  the  new  country  made  other 

cards  for  themselves  out  of  the  leaves  of  the  copas  tree,  which  greatly 

interested  the  Indians.  There  seems  to  be  more  than  a  probability  of  truth 

in  this  story,  for  Garcilaso  de  la  Vega  in  his  4  Historia  de  la  Florida,'  which 
was  published  in  Madrid  in  1723,  tells  us  that  the  soldiers  of  the  Spanish 
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expedition  of  1534  played  with  leather  cards.  Cards  were  known  to  the 

early  Mexicans  as  'amapatolli,'  from  'amatl,'  meaning  paper,  and  'patolli,' 
meaning  game. 

Bullet,  in  his  'Recherches  Historiques  sur  les  Cartes  a  Jouer,'  says  that 
the  Spaniards  carried  into  the  New  World  their  passion  for  cards.  This 

little  book  of  one  hundred  and  sixty-three  pages,  published  at  Lyons  in 
1757,  is  the  most  delightful  essay  on  the  subject  that  we  know.  The  author, 

as  a  loyal  Frenchman,  decides  that  playing  cards  had  their  origin  in  his 

own  France,  under  Charles  V.  His  description  of  the  intimate  life  of  four- 

teenth-century France  is  as  vivid  as  a  snatch  of  song  of  Frangois  Villon, 

whom,  indeed,  he  quotes: 

'Trois  Detz  plombez  de  bonne  carre 

Et  ung  beau  joly  jeu  de  Cartes.' 

He  quotes  also  the  old  legends  and  romances,  the  court  records  and 

historians  and  even  la  sainte  Bible,  in  explaining  the  names  of  the  French 

court  cards. 

To  return  to  America,  we  must  again  quote  Mr.  Culin  regarding  the 
earliest  cards  made  in  America  which  have  come  down  to  our  time.  These 

cards,  naturally  enough,  are  Spanish,  and  are  in 
the  Archives  of  the  Indies,  in  Seville.  There  are 

two  uncut  sheets  of  wood  blocks,  one  showing  the 
court  cards  of  the  four  suits  and  the  numeral  cards 

of  the  suit  of  swords,  colored  in  red,  blue,  and 

black.  The  swords  are  crossed  instead  of  being 

arranged  in  the  usual  Spanish  manner,  which  sug- 
gests that  some  Portuguese  adventurers  may  have 

had  a  hand  in  their  making.  The  back  of  the  sheet 

bears  an  inscription  in  pen  and  ink:  'Nueva 

Espana,1583.  Archivode  Indias,No.ll7.  Dibujo.' 
The  other  sheet  bears  the  imprint  of  eighteen 

different  designs  for  card  backs.  Mr.  Culin  says, 

4  The  devices  are  all  different,  and  embrace  a  mix- 
ture of  Mexican  and  European  subjects,  including 

the  Emperor  Montezuma,  his  successor  Quahte- 
motzin,  native  priests  performing  various  rites, 

and  grotesque  figures,  apparently  of  the  school  of 

Albert  DUrer.' 
European  cards  must  have  been  brought  to  this  new  country  by  the 

English  in  Virginia  and  the  Dutch  in  New  Amsterdam.  That  they  also 

found  their  way  into  Puritan  New  England  is  proved  by  a  Plymouth 

Colony  record  of  1633,  when  several  persons  were  fined  two  pounds  each

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for  card-playing.  In  1656  there  is  a  Plymouth  Colony  law,  fixing  the  pen- 
alty for  card-playing  at  forty  shillings  for  adults;  children  and  servants 

'  to  bee  corrected  att  the  discretion  of  theire  parents  or  masters  and  for  the 
second  offence  to  bee  publickly  whipt.' 

In  the  same  year,  in  New  Amsterdam,  playing  at  tric-trac  during  the 
time  of  divine  service  is  prohibited.  The  Netherlanders  lived  more  luxuri- 

ously in  their  houses  than  any  other  people,  and  their  Old- World  habits 

came  with  them  into  the  New,  with  their  carved  furniture  and  tapestries, 

their  velvet  and  russia  leather  chairs,  their  muslin  and  flowered  tabby 
curtains,  their  tall  clocks  and  paintings  by  Antwerp  masters. 

In  the  other  colonies,  too,  all  manufactured  articles  that  required  skill 

or  nicety  of  workmanship  were  brought  from  the  old  country.  In  Virginia 

a  ship  from  England  would  unload  upon  the  planter's  wharf  part  of  its 
motley  cargo  of  mahogany  tables,  chairs  covered  with  russia  leather, 

wines  in  great  variety  from  the  Azores  and  Madeira,  brandy,  Gloucester 

cheeses,  linens  and  cottons,  silks  and  dimity,  quilts  and  feather  beds,  car- 

pets, shoes,  axes  and  hoes,  hammers  and  nails,  rope  and  canvas,  painters' 
white  lead  and  colors,  saddles,  demijohns,  mirrors,  books,  playing  cards  — 
pretty  much  everything. 

As  early  as  1624  the  Virginia  Assembly  enacted  the  following  -  law : 

*  Mynisters  shall  not  give  themselves  to  excesse  in  drinking  or  yette  spend 
their  tyme  idelie  by  day  or  by  night,  playing  at  dice,  cards  or  any  unlawfull 

game.' Likewise,  horse-racing  was  a  favorite  sport,  but  it  was  for  gentlemen 

only.  An  order  of  the  County  Court  of  York  in  1674  reads:  'James  Bul- 

locke,  a  Taylor,  haveing  made  a  race  for  his  mare  to  runn  w'th  a  horse 
belonging  to  Mr.  Matthew  Slader  for  twoe  thousand  pounds  of  tobacco 

and  caske,  it  being  contrary  to  Law  for  a  Laborer  to  make  a  race,  being  a 

sport  only  for  Gentlemen,  is  fined  for  the  same  one  hundred  pounds  of 

tobacco  and  caske.' 

The  English  introduced  horse-racing  in  New  York,  and  imported  playing 

cards  in  great  quantities.  Under  the  Dutch,  the  colony  had  enjoyed  more 

holidays  than  other  parts  of  America,  Saint  Nicholas's  Day,  New  Year's 
Day,  and  Pinkster,  a  day  of  June-time  picnics,  as  well  as  Christmas, 

Easter,  Whitsuntide,  Saint  Valentine's  Day  and  May  Day,  and  with  the 
coming  of  the  English  the  gayeties  did  not  diminish. 

At  William  and  Mary  College,  which  had  its  first  commencement  in 

1700,  at  which  not  only  Virginians  and  Indians  were  present,  but  people 

who  had  journeyed  from  Maryland  and  Pennsylvania  as  well,  it  was  neces- 

sary to  issue  an  order  'yl  no  scholar  belonging  to  any  school  in  ye  College, 

of  wl  Age,  Rank,  or  Quality,  soever,  do  keep  any  race  Horse  at  ye  College, 

in  ye  Town  —  or  anywhere  in  the  neighborhood  —  y1  they  be  not  anyway 
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concerned  in  making  races,  or  in  backing  or  abetting,  those  made  by 

others,  and  y1  all  Race  Horses,  kept  in  ye  neighborhood  of  ye  College  & 

belonging  to  any  of  ye  scholars,  be  immediately  dispatched  &  sent  off,  & 

never  again  brought  back,  and  all  of  this  under  Pain  of  ye  severest  Ani- 

madversion and  Punishment.' 

Similar  orders  forbid  cock-fighting,  the  'frequenting  of  ye  Ordinaries,' 
betting,  playing  at  billiards,  cards,  or  dice. 

New  York  was  famous  for  her  clubs  even  early  in  the  eighteenth  century. 

Often  they  were  housed  in  some  tavern  or  coffee-house,  and  these  were 
many  and  good.  In  Virginia  there  were  stringent  laws  against  gaming  in 

the  public  houses.  Gambling  debts  were  not  recoverable;  innkeepers  who 

permitted  any  game  of  cards  or  dice  except  backgammon  were  subject  to  a 

heavy  fine  besides  forfeiting  their  licenses. 

The  first  American  paper  mills  were  started  late  in  the  seventeenth 

century  and  of  course  it  seems  useless  to  look  for  American-made  playing 
cards  before  this  time. 

Isaiah  Thomas,  in  his  'History  of  Printing  in  America,'  mentions 
James  Franklin,  an  older  brother  of  Benjamin,  as  a  Boston  printer.  He 

tells  how  he  printed  'upon  cards'  verses  that  the  youthful  Benjamin  had 
written  about  Blackbeard  the  pirate.  (Benjamin  Franklin  afterwards 

alludes  to  them  as  'miserable  ditties,'  but  at  the  time  he  sold  them  on  the 
streets  of  Boston.)  It  is  possible  that  James  Franklin  may  have  made 

playing  cards  as  well,  because  the  difficulty  of  making  paper  of  the  proper 

texture  was  a  considerable  one,  and  the  printing  of  cards,  after  this  was 

achieved,  was  comparatively  simple.  Playing  cards  were  common  in  New 

England  at  this  time  and  life  there  in  the  eighteenth  century  was  very 

different  from  that  of  a  hundred  years  before.  After  all,  the  bond  between 

the  colonies  and  the  mother  country  was  very  close,  and  the  Old-World 
customs  were  pretty  sure  to  be  reflected  sooner  or  later  in  the  New.  Cards 

are  often  listed  in  the  inventories.  In  1720,  fifty  dozen  packs  belonged  to 

James  Lyndell.  A  shilling  a  pack  was  the  price.  In  1722,  Peter  Cutler's 
shop  goods  included  a  round  card  table,  thirteen  shillings,  a  handsome 

mahogany  card  table  with  five  legs,  etc.  In  1733,  James  Jekyl  had  one 

card  table  at  twelve  shillings,  and  another  of  black  walnut,  at  six  pounds. 

These  tables  were  generally  square,  but  sometimes  round  or  triangular. 

The  Boston  clergy  seems  to  have  played,  for  the  Reverend  Thomas 

Haward  had  a  mahogany  card  table  in  1736.  James  Jackson  had  one  of  the 

same  rare  wood  a  year  earlier.  Probably  many  of  these  cards  were  brought 

from  England,  but  it  is  just  as  probable  that  others  were  made  by  local 

printers,  printers  of  newspapers,  bookbinders  and  stationers.  We  know 

that  this  was  true  in  the  middle  colonies  fifty  years  later.  Makers  of  wall- 
paper also  made  playing  cards. 
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David  Gairdner,  at  his  warehouse  on  Belcher's  Wharf,  Boston,  adver- 

tised in  the  'Boston  Gazette,'  October  15,  1751,  'plain  and  gilded  Bibles, 
common  Prayer  Books,  and  Books  bound  and  ruled  for  Accomptants, 

playing  cards,  .  .  .  sand  glasses,  Leather  Breeches,  men  and  women's 

Gloves,  Ivory  Combs,  etc' 

Following  Benjamin  Franklin's  career  as  a  Philadelphia  printer,  we  find 
him  interested  not  only  in  the  printing  of  the  paper,  but  in  the  paper  mill 

as  well,  where  they  made  'fullers  pressboard,'  and  'glazed  fulling  paper,' 
used  by  bookbinders  and  makers  of  cards.  It  is  not  surprising  that  from 

the  beginning  there  appears  the  often  repeated  advertisement  in  his  paper, 

'Beady  money  for  old  rags  may  be  had  by  the  Printer  hereof.' 

Other  notices  giving  a  hint  of  his  activities  are  of '  Superfine  Crown  Soap 

for  sale  at  the  Printing  Office';  'Very  good  Lamp  Black  made  and  sold  by 
the  Printer  hereof.' 

In  1732  he  published  his  first  'Almanach,'  and  thereafter  the  notice 

appears  each  year,  '  Poor  Bichard's  Almanach,  Printed  and  Sold  by  Ben- 

jamin Franklin.'  There  are  also  'Glazed  Fulling  Papers  and  Bonnet 

Papers  sold  by  the  Printer  hereof;  'Choice  Writing  Parchment  Sold  by 

the  Printer  hereof ;  'Very  good  Chocolate  to  be  sold  by  the  Printer  hereof ; 

in  October,  1737,  he  advertises  '  Large  Bibles  .  .  .  Dictionaries  .  .  .  Latin 
Grammars  .  .  .  Beligious  Courtship  .  .  .  Scales,  Compasses,  Slates  .  .  . 

Other  Stationery  Ware  —  just  imported,  and  to  be  Sold  by  the  Printer 

hereof.'  In  the  same  year  there  is  also  the  notice,  'Just  Published,  Every 

Man  his  own  Doctor,  or  the  Poor  Planter's  Physician,  Printed  and  Sold  by 
the  Printer  hereof.' 

These  are  followed  by  '  Great  Variety  of  Maps  and  Prints,  sold  by  B. 

Franklin';  'Bookbinding  is  done  reasonably  in  the  best  manner':  also, 

'  Made  and  sold  by  Bobert  Barton  near  the  post  office  in  Philadelphia  at 
the  most  reasonable  rates  .  .  .  Backgammon  tables  with  men,  boxes  and 

dies';  and  'Choice  Good  Parchment  sold  by  the  Printer  hereof.' 

In  1745  he  uses  cuts  of  ships  advertising  'Cruising  Voyages'  for  the 
Barbados,  for  London,  and  for  South  Carolina.  There  is  also  a  proclama- 

tion of  the  royal  governor,  Edward  Trelawney,  asking  for  volunteers 

against  His  Majesty's  enemies,  the  'cruel  and  crafty  French'  and  Indians. 
This  is  headed  by  the  British  coat  of  arms.  This  same  coat  of  arms  appears 

on  the  ace  of  spades  of  all  English  playing  cards  at  the  time.  In  the  Phila- 
delphia Library,  which  Benjamin  Franklin  founded  in  1731,  is  his  machine 

with  which  he  made  his  experiments  with  electricity.  It  is  rather  simple. 

Friction  was  created  by  a  belt  connecting  two  wheels,  over  which  hung  a 

silk  curtain.  On  a  revolving  rod  at  the  top  are  eight  discs,  and  these  are  cut 

from  old  playing  cards.  There  is  no  watermark  discernible,  and  no  clue  to 

the  maker's  name.  But  if  he  was  Benjamin  Franklin,  which  seems  likely, 
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he  could  have  used  the  same  plate,  not  only  for  the  king's  business,  but  for 
his  own  as  well,  which  thrifty  thought  would  doubtless  have  appealed  to  him. 

DISCS  CUT  FROM  PLAYING  CARDS  AND  USED  RY  RENJAMIN 
FRANKLIN  ON  HIS  MACHINE  FOR  EXPERIMENTING  WITH  ELEC- 

TRICITY IN  1752 

At  this  time  he  advertises,  '  To  be  sold  by  the  printer  hereof,  very  good 

sealing  wax,'  and  prints  a  map  of  Louisbourg,  with  news  of  the  campaign. 

In  September  of  this  year  he  publishes  an  advertisement, 4  Just  imported  by 
Hamilton  Wallace  and  Company  in  the  Ship  Agnes  and  Betty,  Capt. 

Brame,  &  in  the  ship  Mercury,  Captain  Hargrave  from  London,  the  follow- 
ing Goods  to  be  sold  very  cheap  for  ready  Money  or  six  months  credit,  viz. 

Buttons,  mohair,  bed  quilts  .  .  .  playing  cards,  etc' 
At  this  time  Benjamin  Franklin  was  postmaster  of  Philadelphia.  On 

February  23,  1747,  the  entire  front  page  of  the  paper  is  given  over  to  the 

lottery  whose  drawing  was  held  at  the  State  House  in  the  presence  of  the 

magistrates.  Philadelphia  raised  money  for  public  improvements,  for  the 

paving  of  its  streets,  for  the  building  of  churches  and  steeples,  by  means  of 

lotteries.  Yet  the  same  magistrates  who  presided  at  the  lottery  drawing  in 

1747,  two  years  later  suppressed  a  presentation  of  Shakespeare  by  a  little 

company  of  players.  Cock-fighting  and  bull-baiting  were  common  sports,  and 
playing  cards,  which  had  been  under  the  ban  in  1703,  when  all  persons  found 

playing  them  in  public  were  called  before  the  grand  jury,  were  now  in  popu- 
lar favor  as  they  were  in  England.  Society  was  very  gay  in  this  largest 

of  American  cities,  and  the  first  Philadelphia  Assembly  was  held  in  1748. 

At  this  time  Franklin  advertises,  '  Stationery  of  all  kinds,  to  be  sold  at 

the  Post  OlFice.'  'Stationery'  was  an  elastic  term,  and  often  included 

Bibles,  books,  and  playing  cards  and  'sundry  other  things  too  tedious  to 

mention,'  which  is  a  favorite  last  line  in  importers'  advertisements,  and 
also  those  of  local  book  shops. 

In  the  'Pennsylvania  Gazette'  of  February  26,  1750,  is  the  advertise- 

ment, 'Just  imported  &  to  be  sold  very  cheap  for  ready  money  by  Thomas 
White  at  his  house  in  Market  street  —  almost  opposite  the  sign  of  the 

Conestogoe  Waggon.  Ben  Weston's  Snuff,  glassware  .  .  .  playing  cards,  etc.' 
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In  the  same  paper  for  April  11,  1751,  'Walter  Dougherty  in  Chester 
town,  Kent  County,  Md.  has  to  be  sold  a  fine  large  brick  house  completely 

furnished,  likewise  a  Billiard  room.  .  .  .  There  is  a  good  billiard  table.' 
This  is  a  reminder  of  how  much  the  homes  and  lives  of  the  planters  in 

Virginia  and  Maryland  were  like  those  they  had  left  in  England. 

On  May  23,  1751,  in  Mr.  Franklin's  paper  is  the  advertisement,  'Just 
imported,  and  to  be  sold  wholesale  and  retail  by  Joseph  Redmond  at  his 

store  at  the  dwelling  house  of  Mr.  Peter  David  in  Second  street,  A  large 

assortment  of  toys.  .  .  .  Mogul  and  Andrew  cards,  etc' 

On  June  6  of  the  same  year  he  advertises,  'Very  good  Temple  Spec- 

tacles, sold  at  the  Post  Office.  Ten  shillings  the  pair.' 

'  The  Gentlemen's  London  and  Universal  Magazine  for  months  January 
and  February  to  be  sold  at  the  Post  Office.  Also  very  good  coffee  and 

Padusoy.' 
'Trenton  Lottery  Tickets  sold  by  Joseph  Hall.' 

In  the  'Pennsylvania  Gazette'  for  October  31,  1751,  is  the  advertise- 

ment, 'Just  imported  in  the  ship  Peak  Bay,  Walter  Sterling  from  London, 
and  to  be  sold  cheap  for  ready  money  or  short  credit  by  Alexander  Hamil- 

ton at  his  store  in  Water  street,  Blankets,  rugs, .  .  .  playing  cards,  etc' 

In  March  of  1752  there  are  notices  of  various  activities  at  the  printer's 

office : '  William  Franklin  has  a  few  lottery  tickets  to  dispose  of.  Also  very 

good  prints  without  frames  to  be  sold  at  the  printing  office.'  'Very  good 

ink  sold  at  the  printing  office.'  '  Ready  money  for  good  quills  at  the  Print- 

ing Office.'  'To  be  sold  very  cheap,  A  Billiard  Table.  Enquire  at  the  new 

printing  office.'  '  Philadelphia  Steeple  Lottery  Tickets  to  be  sold  by  David 

Hall  at  the  new  Printing  office.'  There  is  also  the  advertisement  of  Joseph 

Preston,  'nearly  opposite  the  Friends'  Meeting  House,'  who  has  imported 
cards  to  sell. 

On  March  4, 1753, '  David  Franks  has  to  sell  very  reasonable  . . .  playing 

cards,  etc'  This  advertisement  does  not  say  that  these  were  imported. 

In  February  of  1757  appears  the  notice, '  Method  and  Process  of  Making 
Potash  equal  if  not  superior  to  the  best  foreign  potash  —  to  be  sold  at  the 

printing  office.'  At  this  time  advertisements  for  deserting  soldiers  begin  to 
replace  those  of  runaway  slaves  which  have  occupied  so  much  space  in  the 

'  Pennsylvania  Gazette '  from  the  time  of  its  first  issue.  Most  of  us  think  of 
eighteenth-century  Philadelphia  as  the  shrine  of  American  liberty,  center- 

ing about  the  perfect  simplicity  of  Independence  Hall  and  the  affixing  of 

the  American  signatures  to  the  declaration  '  that  all  men  are  created  equal, 
that  they  are  endowed  by  their  Creator  with  certain  unalienable  Rights, 

that  among  these  are  Life,  Liberty,  and  the  pursuit  of  Happiness.'  Yet  by 
far  the  largest  number  of  advertisements  in  the  Philadelphia  papers  are  of 

slaves  trying  to  escape  their  masters.  There  is  more  than  a  little  pathos  in 
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many  of  these,  'a  well  set  up  fellowe,'  carrying  with  him  'a  Dutch  Bible 

and  a  prayer  book,'  is  one  of  many.  The  contradictions  of  the  eighteenth 
century  often  seem  inexplicable. 

Meanwhile  Benjamin  Franklin  intrepidly  continues  his  advertisements 

of  articles  for  sale  at  the  post  office:  'Good  cartridge  papers  and  Paste- 
boards for  bookbinders  to  be  sold  at  the  Post  Office'  is  one.  There  are 

many  allusions  to  'Our  cruel  and  crafty  enemy,  the  French.'  Also,  'Very 
good  shop  paper  sold  at  the  Post  Office,  where  may  be  had  ready  money  for 

clean  Linen  Rags.'  These  rags  are  presumably  for  the  soldiers  instead  of 
for  the  paper  mill,  for  a  few  days  later  a  proclamation  for  recruits,  signed 

by  Lord  Geoffrey  Amherst,  is  followed  by  an  appeal  for  '  half  worn  sheets 

and  clean  linen  for  bandages.' 

A  diversity  of  goods  is  to  be  had  at  the  post  office :  '  Good  stockings  fit 

for  soldiers,  to  be  Sold.  Enquire  at  the  Post  Office.'  'Doctor  Cowden's 
best  round  high  toasted  snuff,  to  be  sold  by  the  Bottle  at  the  printing 

office.'  'Paper  hangings,  copper  plate  pieces  by  the  best  masters,  station- 

ery of  all  kinds,  to  be  sold  at  the  Post  Office.' 
There  are  many  notices  of  the  Philadelphia  races  at  this  time;  also 

announcements  of  three  different  lotteries;  and  to  cap  the  climax,  the 

advertisement,  'A  large  Living  Lion  to  be  seen  in  Chestnut  Street.  The 

price  for  men  is  18c?,  women  12c?,  children  6c?,'  showing  that  amusements 
were  many  and  varied. 

The  issue  of  the  'Pennsylvania  Gazette,'  announcing  the  passage  of  the 
famous  Stamp  Act  of  1765,  appears  with  broad  black  bands  of  mourning. 

This  was,  of  course,  but  a  mild  expression  of  the  dismay  and  indignation 

that  were  felt  throughout  the  Colonies.  In  the  Stamp  Act  are  to  be  found 

the  following  paragraphs: 

'And  for  and  upon  every  pack  of  playing  cards  and  all  dice  which  shall 
be  sold  or  used  within  said  colonies  or  plantations,  the  several  stamp  duties 
following, 

'  For  every  pack  of  such  cards,  the  sum  of  1  shilling. 

'  And  for  every  pair  of  such  dice,  the  sum  of  ten  shillings. 

'  And  for  the  better  securing  the  said  duty  on  playing  cards  and  dice,  be 
it  further  enacted  that  from  and  after  the  first  day  of  November  1765,  no 

playing  cards  or  dice  shall  be  sold  or  used  in  play  within  said  colonies  and 

plantations  unless  the  paper  and  thread  enclosing  them  shall  have  been 

sealed  and  stamped  as  provided  in  pursuance  of  this  act.' 
The  articles  that  were  taxed  under  this  act  were  the  very  things  that 

were  known  to  yield  a  material  revenue,  so  that  playing  cards  must  have 

been  made  and  used  in  appreciable  quantities  at  the  time. 

Of  the  cards  that  have  come  down  to  us  from  those  days  are  many  on 
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whose  plain  white  backs  are  written  invitations  to  teas  and  assemblies  and 

balls.  It  was  the  custom  to  use  playing  cards  as  cards  of  invitation,  and 

often  to  quarter  them  and  use  them  as  visiting  cards.  This  was  a  perfectly 

conventional  thing  to  do,  not  only  in  America,  but  in  France  as  well.  The 

earliest  one  that  we  know  in  America  was  sent  to  Mrs.  Jeykell  in  cosmo- 

politan Philadelphia  of  1749.  She  was  the  granddaughter  of  the  first  mayor 

of  the  city,  and  the  wife  of  Sir  Joseph  Jeykell,  secretary  to  Queen  Anne. 

The  invitation  reads,  'The  gentlemen  of  the  army  present  their  compli- 
ments to  Mrs.  Jeykell,  and  beg  the  favor  of  her  company  to  a  ball  at  the 

State  house  on  Monday  next.' 
In  1765,  playing  cards  were  used  as  admission  cards  to  the  classes  at  the 

University  of  Pennsylvania. 

Benjamin  Franklin,  writing  to  his  wife  from  Paris  on  September  14, 1767, 

ends  by  saying :  4  This  letter  will  cost  you  a  shilling,  and  you  may  think  it 
cheap  when  you  consider  it  cost  me  at  least  fifty  guineas  to  get  into  the 

situation  that  enables  me  to  write  it.   Besides  I  might  if  I  had  staid  at

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home  have  won  perhaps  two  shillings  of  you  at  cribbage.  By  the  way,  now 

I  mention  cards,  let  me  tell  you  that  quadrille  is  quite  out  of  fashion  and 

English  whist  all  the  mode  at  Paris  and  the  court.' 
When  Tench  Coxe  in  1800  published  his  Washingtoniana,  he  prefaced  it 

by  saying  that '  Everything  performed  or  written  by  Washington  is  estima- 

ble and  ought  to  be  preserved';  and  the  subsequent  addresses,  messages, 
and  letters  more  than  bear  out  this  statement.  It  is  emphasized  again  in 

the  'George  Washington  Diaries.'  The  picture  their  entries  present  is  of 

the  great  Virginian  who  said,  'Agriculture  is  the  most  healthy,  the  most 

useful  and  the  most  noble  employment  of  man.'  And  they  show  him 
among  the  woods  and  fields  and  streams  that  he  loved.  The  casual  refer- 

ences to  cards  are  many. 

'January  16,  1768.  At  home  all  day  at  Cards — it  snowing.'  Mr. 

Fitzpatrick's  footnote  says:  'The  entries  for  gains  or  losses  at  cards  and 

other  play  are  as  carefully  entered  in  Washington's  accounts  as  all  other

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income  and  expenditure.'  ('1765,  January  —  By  cash  set  aside  for  card 

money,  five  pounds.')  Grouped  throughout  the  years  from  1772  to  January 
1,  1775,  for  cash  won  and  lost  at  home,  Fredericksburg,  Williamsburg, 

Annapolis,  and  other  places,  the  entries  show  a  total  loss  of  78  pounds,  5 

shillings,  9  pence,  and  a  corresponding  gain  of  72  pounds,  2  shillings, 

6  pence;  a  loss  at  play  of  6  pounds,  3  shillings,  3  pence  in  four  years. 

'October  11,  1768.  Went  into  the  neck  and  up  the  creek  after  Blew 

Wings.'  (Part  of  this  night  was  spent  at  cards,  at  which  he  lost  nineteen 
shillings.) 

'September  5,  1770.  At  home  all  day  playing  cards.' 
'March  16,  1770.  Went  to  doeg  run  and  took  the  hounds  with  me. 

Found  a  fox  by  the  Widow  Ashford's  and  soon  lost  him.  Upon  my  return 
home  found  Colo.  Lewis,  my  Bro.  Cho,  and  Mr.  Brooke  here.  In  the 

Evening  Mr.  Jno.  West  and  Mr.  Stedlar  came,  also  Mr.  Whiting.'  (At  the 
card  game  this  night  Mr.  Washington  lost  6s.,  3d.) 

'December  31,  1771.  Went  up  to  Alexandria  at  the  request  of  Messrs. 
Montgomerie,  Wilson  and  Stewart,  to  settle  with  them  along  with  Mr. 

John  (Semple)  (as  Excr.  of  Colo.  Thomas  Colvill)  for  the  Maryland  Tract 

of  Land  which  they  had  purchased  of  Mr.  Semple.  Staid  all  night.' 
(Washington  played  cards  this  night  and  lost  21.,  lis.,  and  on  this  visit  to 

Alexandria  he  purchased  two  new  packs  of  cards  at  a  cost  of  two  shillings.) 

In  all  probability  these  cards  were  English,  similar  to  some  found  not 

long  ago  in  a  forgotten  corner  of  an  old  store  in  Baltimore.  They  were 

made  about  1765  by  Henry  Hart  in  London,  and  both  the  ace  of  spades 

and  the  wrapper  are  marked  'Exportation.' 

A  few  years  later,  the  following  is  one  of  Washington's  General  Orders 
at  Morristown. 

'  Headquarters,  Morristown '8th  May,  1777 

' .  .  .  the  commander  in  chief  in  the  most  pointed  and  explicit  terms  for- 
bids all  officers  and  soldiers  playing  at  cards,  dice  or  any  games  except 

those  of  exercise  for  diversion ;  being  impossible  if  the  practise  be  allowed 

at  all  to  discriminate  between  innocent  play  for  amusement  and  criminal 

gaming  for  pecuniary  and  sordid  purposes.' 

There  were  forty  printing  presses  in  the  country  before  the  Revolution. 

Like  Caxton,  these  printers  were  also  stationers  and  bookbinders  and 

booksellers.  That  many  of  them  also  made  playing  cards  is  extremely 

likely.  Hugh  Gaine  was  a  well-known  printer  in  New  York,  who  published 
almanacs,  and  James  Parker  had  a  press  at  Woodbridge,  New  Jersey.  In 

1732,  Richard  Fry  was  a  stationer,  bookseller,  paper-maker,  and  rag  mer- 
chant of  Boston.  He  was  also  the  earliest  account-book  manufacturer  in 
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the  country;  while  Daniel  Henchman,  of  Milton,  was  the  most  enterprising 

bookseller  and  printer  in  America.  One  of  the  earliest  paper  mills  was  also 

in  Milton.  An  advertisement  in  the  Boston  newspaper  in  1733  reads: 

'  In  Milton  near  the  paper  mill 
A  new  built  house  to  rent, 

Ask  of  the  printer  and  you  will 

Know  further  to  content.' 

In  Milton,  too,  in  1757,  Jazaniah  Ford  was  born,  and  he  is  the  first 

American  to  be  designated  as  card-maker.  For  more  than  half  a  century 

the  Ford  playing  card  manufactory  flourished  in  Milton,  one  of  the  im- 
portant industries  of  Massachusetts.  Thomas  Ford,  evidently  a  brother  of

Mr.  Ford  uses  his  initial,  F,  as  decoration  on  the  king  of  clubs.  The  early  cards  of  Samuel  Hart  in 

Philadelphia  seem  to  be  from  these  same  old  blocks 

Jazaniah  Ford,  had  a  'paper  staining  manufactory'  in  Boston.  His  adver- 
tisements are  numerous.  In  the  'Columbian  Centinel'  for  December  30, 

1807,  is  the  notice: 

'To  Paper  Makers. 

'  For  sale,  a  quantity  of  White  Rags.  Inquire  of  Thomas  Ford  at  his 
paper  staining  manufactory,  No.  2  Fish  Street  where  is  for  sale  a  general 

assortment  of  Paper  Hangings  and  Borders,  wholesale  and  retail.' 

In  the  'Columbian  Centinel'  of  December  11,  1811,  he  advertises: 

'  Paper  Hangings  by  the  Manufacturer. 

'Thomas  Ford  respectfully  informs  his  friends  and  the  Public  at  large 
that  they  may  be  supplied  with  a  variety  of  the  above  articles  upon  cheap 

and  liberal  terms,  by  calling  at  his  factory  No.  2  Fish  street,  where  they 

are  selling  wholesale  and  retail  of  various  fashionable  and  pleasing  figures

He  seems  to  have  used  the  same  court  cards  for  his  Lafayette  cards  of  1824,  when  a  portrait  of  the 

great  Frenchman  appears  on  the  ace  of  spades 
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from  25  cents  to  4  dollars  per  roll.  While  in  England,  he  selected  the  most 

elegant  patterns  in  the  several  British  factories  he  visited.  His  colours  he 

warrants  to  be  of  the  best  kind  and  durability,  being  chosen  by  himself 
immediately  from  the  manufacturer.  All  favors  gratefully  received,  and 

prompt  attention  paid  thereto.' 

On  December  21, 1811,  in  the '  Columbian  Centinel '  is  the  advertisement: 

'Ford  and  Co.'s  Superior  Playing  Cards. 

'  Elisha  Penniman  (a  partner  in  the  concern  of  the  Playing  Card  Manu- 
factory at  Milton,  conducted  by  Mr.  Ford)  has  on  hand  and  intends  keep- 

ing at  his  store  No.  22  Marlboro  street  Boston  — 
A  regular  supply  of  each  kind  of  cards,  made  at 

their  Factory,  for  wholesale  customers  only  and 

at  the  manufactory  prices  viz:  —  best  Eagles, 

Harry  8ths,  Eagle  do  do,  Merry  Andrew  — 

Eagle  Merry  Andrews  —  Highlanders,  and  Re- 

fuse.' Jazaniah  Ford  also  issued  special  editions  of 

cards,  one  evidently  in  1814,  after  Stephen  De- 

catur's victory,  when  the  court  cards  appear  in 
Algerian  costumes,  and  the  ace  of  spades,  in 

addition  to  the  usual  eagle  and  the  maker's 
name,  shows  a  picture  of  the  great  sea  fight. 

Another,  ten  years  later,  was  in  honor  of  Lafa- 

yette's visit  to  America.  The  ace  of  spades  is 
nicely  engraved  and  shows  a  portrait  medallion 

of  General  Lafayette,  after  the  Sully  portrait. 

The  eagle  is  above,  a  bough  of  bay  and  another 

of  oak,  the  flag,  cannon,  and  the  maker's  name 
below. 

Joseph  Ford,  a  nephew,  son  of  Nathan  and  Waitstill  Ford,  born  in  1799, 

carried  on  the  card  factory  after  Jazaniah  Ford's  death  in  1832.  The  design 

on  Joseph  Ford's  ace  of  spades  is  reminiscent  of  that  of  the  English  makers, 
though  the  eagle  appears  in  an  aura  of  glory  above  it.  Jazaniah  Seth  Ford, 

son  of  the  first  card-maker,  was  also  born  in  1799,  and  is  also  said  to  have 

been  interested  in  the  card  factory. 

Amos  Whitney,  born  in  1766,  was  also  a  card-maker.  His  advertisement 

in  the  'Columbian  Centinel'  of  October  30,  1799,  reads: 

'  Playing  Cards  for  sale  at  the  manufactory  of  Amos  Whitney  &  Co.  No. 
123  Orange  St.  &  at  the  Bookstore  of  William  Pelham  No.  59  Cornhill. 

Superfine  Columbian,  Harry  the  Eighth  and  Merry  Andrew  Playing  cards 

by  the  groce,  dozen  or  single  pack.'

The  originals  are  in  the  collection  of  the  Society  for  the  Preservation  of  New  England  Antiquities 
in  Boston 

The  Whitney  ace  of  spades  is  the  most  interesting  one  we  know.  It  shows 

in  an  oval  medallion  the  early  official  eagle  of  Paul  Revere 1  and  Samuel 
Hill,  with  the  olive  branch  in  one  claw  and  the  arrows  in  the  other,  and  the 

thirteen  stars  huddled  above.  In  the  border  at  the  top  is  lettered  the  prim 

New  England  injunction,  'Use  but  Don't  Abuse  Me,'  while  below  is  the 

motto  from  the  arms  of  Old  England,  'Evil  be  to  Him  that  Evil  Thinks.' 

Amos  Whitney's  name  appears  in  the  census  of  1790,  but  it  is  almost  cer- 
tain that  he  was  making  cards  before  this  time.  According  to  the  geneal- 

ogy he  died  in  1804,  and  his  name  as  card-maker  ceases  to  appear  in  the 

1  "  I  have  been  trying  vainly  to  get  proof  of  my  statement  that  Paul  Revere  engraved  plates  for 
Playing  Cards.  Some  of  my  friends  have  heard  so,  but  cannot  tell  from  what  source.  It  may  be  a  family 
tradition  as  my  great,  great  grandfather  was  a  very  close  friend  of  Revere.  I  refer  to  Captain  John 
Hayward,  who  founded  the  stone  quarrying  business  in  Quincy.  I  have  some  of  his  papers  now  referring 
to  pre-revolutionary  conditions."

dently his  are  advertised  for  sale  in  the  4  Columbian  Centinel ' :

Will  be  sold  at  Auction  to  the  highest  bidder  in  order  to  close  a  concern, 

a  complete  assortment  of  utensils  for  a  playing  card  manufactory, 

upon  a  large  scale;  consisting  of  the  following  articles,  viz  — 

4  2  sets  new  Court  Blocks ;  and  8  do  partly  worn,  for  English  or  American 
Cards;  1  set  do  for  Spanish  Cards;  1  set  do  for  French  Cards;  1  shew  card 

block;  2  sets  Types  for  printing  backs  of  French  or  Spanish  cards;  1  set 

Court  Blocks  in  brass,  for  English ;  1  Block  and  2  Copperplates  for  Aces ; 

10  Blocks  for  do  of  various  descriptions  in  metal;  2  Blocks  for  Counters; 

15  sets  new  Court  Stencils,  8  of  which  from  new  Blocks;  a  number  sets  do 

in  good  condition ;  1  set  do  for  Shew  Cards ;  8  sets  do  for  pips  or  spots,  new ; 

6  sets  do  for  Spanish  cards;  2  sets  do  for  French  cards;  7  pasting  brushes; 

about  4  doz.  Painting  do  part  of  them  new;  11  Loting  do;  4  Glazing  ma- 
chines and  Marbles  complete;  about  4  doz.  Flints  for  polishing,  chiefly

articles.  Sale  to  begin  at  ten  o'clock.' 

From  this  inventory,  it  is  not  hard  to  reconstruct  that  early  factory,  nor 

to  follow  the  processes  that  went  into  the  making  of  the  cards  of  that  day. 

In  the  'American  Mechanics'  Magazine'  of  September  17,  1825,  the 
following  article  on  the  making  of  playing  cards  appears ;

THE  MAKING  OF  COMMON  FRENCH  PLAYING  CARDS 

The  mode  of  manufacturing  these  common  articles  presents  several  curi- 
ous circumstances:  the  whole  process  is  included  in  five  points. 

1.  The  paper  of  which  cards  are  made. 

2.  The  mode  of  forming  the  cards  themselves. 

3.  The  printing  and  illumination  of  the  figures. 

4.  The  mode  of  smoothing  the  cards. 

5.  The  manner  of  cutting  them. 

The  paper  is  of  three  kinds:  —  a  brown  hand,  which  forms  the  centre  of 
the  card.  This  paper  is  thin,  and  two  sheets  are  usually  glued  together  to 

form  the  basis  of  the  card.  The  opaqueness  it  imparts,  and  the  facility 

with  which  it  takes  paste,  are  the  reasons  for  using  this  paper;  it  is  covered 

on  one  side  with  cardmakers'  paper,  and  on  the  other  by  pot  paper. 

The  cardmakers'  paper,  which  is  used  for  the  back,  must  be  very  white ; 
without  the  slightest  speck,  lest  the  card  should  be  known  by  its  back;  for 

the  same  reason  it  must  have  no  frame  mark,  nor  the  maker's  name. 
The  pot  paper  is  used  for  the  printed  face;  it  must  be  very  white,  and  be 

slightly  pasted  to  the  belly  paper,  as  it  is  termed.  This  paper  is  furnished 

by  a  government  board ;  the  sheets  are  fourteen  inches  Fr.  long,  and  eleven 

and  a  half  wide,  and  form  twenty  cards  of  the  common  size.  The  frame 

mark  is  twenty  fleurs  de  lys,  so  placed  that  one  of  them  will  appear  in  the 
centre  of  each  card  when  cut. 

None  of  these  papers  must  be  folded,  for  it  would  be  impossible  to  get 

rid  of  the  mark  made  by  the  fold. 

The  pasting  these  papers  into  cards  requires  considerable  address.  The 

sheets  of  these  papers  are  first  placed  in  three  separate  piles  before  the 

cardmakers;  and  after  the  first  of  white,  two  sheets  off  each  pile  are  taken 

in  succession  and  placed  in  a  pile  on  his  left  hand,  the  pile  being  finished  by 

a  single  sheet  of  the  same  as  that  at  bottom;  by  which  means  a  pile  is 

formed  in  which  the  papers  required  for  each  card  are  found  in  their  proper 

places,  but  so  that  the  cards  are  alternately  lying  on  their  back  and  their 

face.  After  this  the  pasting  is  begun,  and  is  rendered  easy  to  the  cardmaker 

by  the  single  observation  that  the  white  paper  is  not  to  be  spread  with  the 

paste  unless  a  sheet  of  brown  is  to  follow. 

When  the  pasting  is  finished,  the  heap  is  covered  with  a  sheet  of  paper, 
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THE  MAKING  OF  PLAYING  CARDS  IN  1760 

From  the  Encyclopedic  des  Arts  el  Metiers  of  Duhamel  de  Monceau 
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and  placed  under  a  press,  which  at  first  is  but  slightly  screwed;  but  the 

pressure  is  increased  every  quarter  of  an  hour,  until  the  screw  refuses  to  go 

any  farther.  The  heap  being  then  taken  from  the  press,  the  edges  are 

washed  with  a  very  soft  brush  dipped  in  water,  to  dissolve  the  paste  that 

may  have  been  squeezed  out  by  the  action  of  the  press.  The  cards  are  then 

pasted  together  in  pairs  by  the  edges,  with  their  backs  turned  to  each 

other,  for  fear  they  should  get  spotted  in  printing  or  colouring. 

The  printing  of  French  playing  cards  is  usually  from  wooden  blocks; 

they  belong,  indeed,  to  the  cardmakers,  but  they  are  deposited  in  the 

government  office,  and  the  printing  is  performed  there,  on  the  government 

pot  paper.  The  figured  cards  are  always  printed  from  two  blocks;  one  con- 
taining two  sets  of  the  four  kings  and  four  queens,  along  with  two  knaves  of 

clubs,  and  as  many  of  spades.  The  second  block  prints  ten  knaves  of 

hearts,  and  as  many  of  diamonds.  This  arrangement  arises  from  the  cir- 
cumstance that  the  figures  on  the  first  of  these  blocks  are  coloured  with 

five  colours,  red,  yellow,  blue,  gray,  and  black;  while  the  figures  of  the 
second  block  have  no  black  in  them;  and  this  difference  would  embarrass 

the  colourer  if  it  were  not  guarded  against  in  this  manner.  Of  course,  they 

print  five  impressions  of  the  king  block  to  each  single  one  of  the  red  knave 

block;  and  this  gives  the  court  cards  for  ten  packs.  The  plain  cards  have  a 

block  for  each  suit,  each  containing  the  cards  for  two  packs. 

The  yellow  colour  used  is  made  from  Turkey  berries,  with  about  an 

eighth  of  alum.  The  red,  of  vermilion  ground  with  gum  water.  The  black 

is  made  of  lamp  black,  mixed  with  glue,  and  left  for  five  or  six  months  be- 
fore it  is  used,  and  frequently  stirred.  The  blue  of  indigo  mixed  with  size. 

The  gray  is  merely  a  dilute  blue. 

The  colours  are  applied  by  means  of  stencils,  made  of  paper,  painted  on 

both  sides  with  several  coats  of  oil  paints.  The  king  block  requires  five 

stencils,  that  being  the  number  of  its  colours;  the  red  knave  block  four,  for 

the  same  reason.  The  blocks  for  the  plain  cards,  as  each  suit  is  printed 

separately,  require  of  course  but  one  stencil  each. 

The  stencils,  for  the  figured  cards  are  made  by  cutting  out,  with  a  sharp 

pointed  knife,  the  space  in  which  each  separate  colour  is  to  be  laid  on ;  but 

those  for  the  plain  cards  are  cut  out  with  a  punch. 

The  stencil  for  any  colour  being  placed  on  the  sheet  of  cards  so  as  to 

answer  correctly  to  the  print,  a  quantity  of  colour  is  taken  up  with  a  soft 

brush,  and  spread  thin  on  a  board;  another  brush,  with  short,  close,  and 

hard  bristles,  is  first  rubbed  on  the  newly  coloured  board,  and  then  on  the 

stencil;  the  brush  drives  the  colour  through  the  holes  cut  in  it,  and  this 

illumines  the  card.  The  stencil  being  taken  off,  the  sheet  of  cards  is  placed 

in  a  pile  on  one  side  of  the  illuminer;  and  when  a  pile  is  thus  illumined  on 

one  face  with  the  colour  then  in  use,  it  is  illumined  on  the  other  face,  so 
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that  the  sheet  of  cards  first  coloured  on  one  side,  becomes  the  last  that  is 

coloured  on  the  other.  The  other  colours  are  then  laid  on  with  their  re- 

spective stencils. 
When  the  sheets  of  cards  are  illumined,  or  dressed,  as  it  is  termed  they 

are  separated,  and  each  sheet  is  heated  by  itself  on  a  square  stove  with  a 

flat  top;  one  sheet  being  placed  on  each  side,  and  one  on  the  top;  they  heat 

very  quickly,  and  are  turned,  yet  so  that  the  back  of  the  card  may  be 
heated  the  most. 

As  soon  as  the  colours  are  perfectly  dry,  and  the  sheet  of  cards  of  a 

proper  heat,  they  are  soaped,  which  is  performed  with  a  rubber  made  of  old 

hats  sewed  together.  This  rubber  is  about  three  inches  thick  and  the  same 

size  as  the  sheet  of  cards;  this  rubber  is  passed  over  a  cake  of  dry  soap,  and 

then  over  the  warm  sheet,  first  on  the  painted  side,  and  then  on  the  back. 

After  this  the  sheets  of  cards  are  polished,  while  hot,  with  a  stone;  the 

back  is  polished  with  more  force,  and  with  a  more  convex  stone  rubber 

than  the  painted  side.  The  card  sheets  are  then  put  again  under  the  press 

for  some  time,  to  make  them  perfectly  flat. 

The  sheets  being  now  finished,  there  remains  only  the  cutting  of  them 

into  single  cards.  This  is  done  on  a  flat  strong  plank,  placed  upright  on  its 

side,  and  having  a  raised  border  on  the  two  ends.  Parallel  to  one  of  these 

sides,  at  the  exact  distance  of  the  length  of  a  card,  a  knife  edge  is  screwed 

down;  and  by  means  of  a  screw  another  knife  edge  is  capable  of  being 

brought  down  in  contact  with  it.  At  the  other  end  of  the  table  a  similar 

knife  edge  is  placed,  parallel  to  the  raised  edge  and  at  the  exact  distance  of 
the  breadth  of  a  card. 

The  workman  then  taking  a  sheet  of  cards,  with  the  illumined  side  up- 
permost, first  cuts  off  the  rough  edge  by  causing  the  knife  edge  to  follow 

the  printed  border;  he  then  pushes  the  sheet  home  to  the  raised  border,  and 

repeats  the  cut ;  proceeding  in  this  manner,  the  sheet  is  cut  into  four  strips, 

each  of  which  is  then  divided  across  into  five  equal  parts,  or  single  cards. 

The  cards  thus  cut  are  then  sorted  and  examined;  the  specked  cards 

separated  to  be  sold  by  the  pound,  and  the  perfect  cards  made  up  into 

packs. 
This  mode  of  making  and  colouring  common  cards  may  be  used  for 

manufacturing  cheap  illumined  cards,  for  certain  branches  of  education.

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Thomas  Crehore,  of  Dorchester,  was  a  third  card-maker.  He  was  born 

in  1769,  and  made  his  playing  cards  in  a  factory  behind  his  house  in  River 

Street.  He  was  an  important  member  of  the  community,  one  of  the 
leaders  in  the  controversy  with  Dr.  Codman,  and  one  of  the  founders  of  the

third  religious  society  in  Dorchester.  The  genealogy  mentions  an  item  in 

his  handwriting,  which  was  in  the  possession  of  his  granddaughter,  Miss 

Edith  Crehore,  reading,  'Card  factory  built  1806,  dry  house  built  1821, 

addition  to  printing  room  built  1826,  factory  burned,  1846.'  He  is,  how- 

ever, styled  'card-maker'  in  a  deed  of  1801,  and  the  last  item  in  an  ad- 

vertisement in  the  Boston  directory  of  1820  is,  'Crehore's  Best  and  Com- 

mon Playing  Cards.'  These  were  for  sale  by  'the  administrators  of  the 
estate  of  Edward  Cotton  at  47  Marlboro  street  at  the  corner  of  Franklin 

street.' 
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Thomas  Crehore  is  mentioned  in  a  letter  written  by  Cohen,  a  New  York 

card-maker,  concerning  the  practice,  which  he  said  was  common  among 

American  card-makers  of  1820-30,  because  of  the  preference  for  English 

goods,  of  marking  the  ace  of  spades  '  London '  or  putting  the  name  of  an 
English  maker  upon  it.  The  particular  cards  Cohen  mentions  are  marked 

'Reynolds  &  Sons,'  and  he  says  that  they  were  probably  made  by  Thomas Crehore.

Another  pack,  marked  4  Jones  &  Co.  London,'  are  said  to  have  been  used 
by  Dolly  Madison  in  the  White  House.  The  cards  are  evidently  of  that 

time,  but  the  ace  of  spades  is  utterly  unlike  the  English  duty  ace  then  in  use. 

In  no  other  part  of  the  country  in  these  early  days  was  card-making  a 
separate  and  distinct  trade,  and  it  was  only  in  Massachusetts  that  the 

manufactories  attained  a  very  considerable  size  and  importance.1 
As  in  Philadelphia,  the  earliest  cards  that  have  survived  are  those  that 

were  used  as  invitations.  Aside  from  the  invitation  cards,  we  have  a  series, 

on  each  one  of  which  is  written  the  directions  for  different  figures  of  square 

dances,  with  most  engaging  names.  There  is  the  4  Military  Assembly,' 

'The  Success  of  the  Campaign,'  'Defeat  of  Burgoyne,'  'Lady  Buckley's 
Whim,'  and  'The  Retreat  of  Clinton.' 

The  Marquis  de  Chastellux,  describing  an  evening  in  Boston,  says:  'For 
the  first  time  since  I  have  been  in  America,  they  made  me  play  Whisk. 

The  cards  were  English,  that  is  to  say  much  prettier  and  dearer  than  ours, 

and  we  marked  our  points  with  louis  or  Portugese  pieces.  As  soon  as  the 

party  was  over  the  losses  were  not  difficult  to  adjust  because  they  were 

faithful  to  the  rule  established  in  society  since  the  beginning  of  the  troubles 

1  David  H.  Gilbert,  born  May  15,  1805,  in  Mansfield,  Massachusetts,  the  son  of  David  and  Deborah 
Green  Gilbert,  worked  for  a  while  in  the  playing  card  manufactory  of  Isaac  Crehore,  the  son  of  Thomas 
Crehore,  in  Dorchester.  This  was  about  1840.  At  that  time  the  paper  stock  used  in  making  the  card- 

board was  pasted  by  hand.  The  slow  and  expensive  method  engaged  Mr.  Gilbert's  attention  and  led  him 
to  devise  a  method  of  pasting  them  in  a  machine  which  worked  successfully.  Later  the  machine  was 
taken  to  England  and  patented  there  by  Lawrence,  Cohen  &  Co.,  of  New  York. 

The  mill  in  Dorchester  burned  in  1846,  and  Mr.  Gilbert  went  to  Philadelphia  and  set  up  another  card 
manufactory  there.

which  did  not  permit  playing  for  money  so  long  as  the  war  lasted.  This  law 

however  was  not  scrupulously  followed  in  the  clubs  nor  when  men  played 

with  each  other.  Bostonians  like  high  play  and  perhaps  it  is  fortunate  that 

the  war  came  at  this  time  to  moderate  a  passion  whose  consequences  had 

begun  to  be  dangerous.'  Just  before  Lafayette  left  France  for  the  first 
time,  the  cause  of  the  struggling  Colonies  had  so  laid  hold  upon  the  popular 

imagination  of  French  court  circles  (where  all  Americans  were  indiscrimi- 

nately called  Bostonians)  as  to  displace  whist  by  a  new  game  called  '  Bos- 

ton.' In  describing  a  rainy  day  at  General  Nelson's  country  house,  he  says: 

'  It  is  not  useless  to  observe  that  on  this  occasion,  when  fifteen  or  twenty 
people,  of  whom  all  were  strangers  to  the  family  and  the  land,  found  them- 

selves assembled  in  the  country  and  forced  by  bad  weather  to  remain  in  the 

house,  there  was  no  question  of  playing  cards.  How  many  parties  there 

have  been  among  us  of  trie  trac,  of  whisk,  of  lotto,  as  a  necessary  con- 

sequence of  an  abundance  of  rain ! ' 
Cards  for  America  were  made  at  Nantes  during  the  war  years,  and 

shipped  to  the  struggling  Colonies. 

There  is  an  'Almanach  des  Jeux,'  published  in  Paris  in  1784,  the  title- 

page  of  which  reads,  '  augmentee  des  Jeux  du  Maryland  &  du  Wisk  Bos- 

tonien.'  An  1802  edition  of  the  rules  for  playing  'Boston,'  published  in 

London,  says,  '  The  Game  of  Boston  was  first  invented  by  the  officers  of 
the  French  Army  in  America,  during  the  late  war  there  and  has  been

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introduced  into  this  country  by  the  officers  of  the  Russian  ships  of  war 

which  have  lately  visited  Great  Britain.' 

A  Beaufort  edition  of 4  Hoyle's  Games,'  published  in  Philadelphia  in  1796 
by  J.  Rice,  who  also  made  playing  cards,  as  we  know  from  his  advertise- 

ments, is  said  to  be  the  earliest  book  on  gaming  published  in  America. 

Another  edition  of  'Hoyle's  Games'  was  published  in  New  York  in  1830. 

There  is  also  an  edition  of  Horatio  Smith's  'Festivals,  Games  and 

Amusements,'  published  in  New  York  in  1833.  It  has  an  appendix  con- 
cerning American  festivals,  games,  and  amusements,  written  by  Samuel 

Woodworth,  which  is  not  included  in  the  earlier  London  edition.  This  is 

an  interesting  little  essay.  In  writing  about  New  England  he  quotes  an 

early  Plymouth  Colony  law  which  read,  'No  one  shall  keep  Christmas, 
or  any  saint  day,  read  common  prayer,  make  mince  pies,  dance,  play  at 

cards,  or  play  on  any  instrument  of  music,  except  the  drum,  trumpet  and 

Jews'-harp.' 

In  the  'Acts  and  Laws  of  the  Commonwealth  of  Massachusetts,'  passed 

by  the  General  Court,  a.d.  1785,  appears  'An  act ...  for  the  encourage- 
ment of  agriculture  and  manufactures  and  for  promoting  frugality  and 

economy.  That  from  and  after  the  first  day  of  August  next,  there  shall  be 

paid,  in  addition  to  the  impost  already  laid,  the  following  impost  on  the 

articles  hereinafter  enumerated,  which  shall  be  brought  into  this  Common- 
wealth by  land  or  water,  viz.,  .  .  .  for  every  pack  of  playing  cards,  two 

shillings.'  This  act  is  mentioned  in  the  'Professional  and  Industrial  His- 

tory of  Suffolk  County,  Massachusetts,'  with  the  observation  that  the 

articles  named  give  '  a  fair  index  to  the  manufactured  products  of  Boston 

in  1785.'  It  would  also  seem  to  prove  that  cards  were  being  made  in  suffi- 
cient quantity  to  supply  the  very  large  demand. 

In  the  first  report  of  the  Secretary  of  the  Treasury  at  Washington,  in 

1789,  he  mentions  important  wall-paper  manufactories  in  Boston,  New 
Jersey,  and  Philadelphia.  In  the  report  of  1810,  Albert  Gallatin  says: 

'The  following  branches  are  finely  established,  supplying  in  several  in- 
stances, and  in  all  a  considerable  part  of  the  consumption  of  the  United 

States:  Iron  and  manufactures  of  iron,  manufactures  of  cotton,  wool,  flax, 

hats,  paper,  printing  types,  printed  books  and  playing  cards.  .  .  .  The 

manufacture  of  paper  hangings  and  playing  cards  is  extensive.'  He  en- 
larges upon  this  statement  with  statistics  compiled  by  Tench  Coxe:

After  the  war  there  was  a  great  scarcity  of  material  for  the  paper  mills. 

The  following  advertisement  is  repeated  many  times  in  the  Boston  news- 

papers: 
'  The  Bell  Cart  will  go  through  Boston  before  the  end  of  next  month  to 

collect  Rags  for  the  Paper  Mills  at  Milton  when  all  people  that  will  en- 

courage the  Paper  Manufacturer  may  dispose  of  them.' 
Advertisements  of  playing  cards  are  found  in  the  Boston  papers  of  1785 

and  grow  more  and  more  numerous  with  the  passing  of  the  years.  A  peru- 
sal of  these  papers  also  reveals  the  amusing  fact  that  the  largest  and  the 

most  frequent  advertisements  of  all  are  of  the  many  lotteries  that  were 

flourishing  in  Massachusetts  —  the  Harvard  College  lottery,  the  Bidde- 
ford  lottery,  the  lottery  of  the  Amoskeag  Canal,  are  only  a  few.  Tickets 

for  these  could  be  had  at  almost  any  of  the  shops  advertising  their  wares, 

according  to  a  familiar  paragraph  appended  to  nearly  every  one.  The 

following  is  an  example:

Tickets  and  Parts  in  the  Fourth  class  of  the  Amoskeag  Canal  Lottery 

which  will  positively  commence  drawing  in  three  days,  may  be  had  as 

above  when  the  prizes  will  be  paid  on  demand. 

Constant  attendance  until  8  o'clock  in  the  evening. 
('Columbian  Centinel,'  October  29,  1800.) 

The  American  card-makers  advertised  their  cards  as  '  Columbians '  and 

'Eagles'  and  stoutly  invited  comparison  with  the  'Moguls,'  'Merry 

Andrews,'  and  '  Harry  the  Eighths '  of  their  English  competitors.  A  typical 
advertisement  reads: 

Winter  Evenings  Amusement. 

Prices  of  playing  cards  of  a  new  and  superior  manufacture,  joist  received 

for  sale  by  W.  Blagrove,  No.  61  Cornhill.

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Purchasers  of  cards  are  requested  to  make  a  trial  of  the  above,  particu- 

larly the  Eagles  and  if  they  are  found  inferior  to  any  cards  now  in  use,  they 

will  be  received  again  and  the  money  returned. 

W.  B.  has  also  received  a  fresh  supply  of  Lorillards's  Maccoboy  Snuff. 
('Columbian  Centinel,'  January  31,  1810.) 

Without  doubt,  sometimes  the  number  of  stars  on  the  ace  of  spades 

represents  the  number  of  states  in  the  union  at  the  time,  and  may  there- 
fore be  indicative  of  the  date.  But  this  is  not  always  true.  Cohen  who 

made  his  first  cards  in  1832  invariably  uses  the  thirteen  stars.  While 

Samuel  Hart  makes  use  of  an  ace  bearing  fifteen  at  a  time  when  the  union 

numbered  twice  as  many  states. 

We  have  two  packs  of  Crehore  cards,  one  with  his  name  and  one  with- 
out, both  of  which  have  sixteen  stars  above  the  eagle,  while  the  identical 

eagle  on  the  ace  of  the  New  York  Card  Manufactory's  ace,  is  surmounted 
by  seventeen  stars. 

In  the  Boston  papers  of  1800,  Ebenezer  Clough  advertises  his  'paper 

staining  factory.'  At  the  top  is  a  small  engraving  showing  his  workroom, 
surmounted  by  a  spread  eagle  with  a  ribbon  in  its  beak  like  those  on  the 

aces  of  spades  of  the  early  American  cards.  Upon  the  death  of  Washington, 

Clough  made  a  wall-paper  in  memory  of  the  great  President,  and  on  this 
the  same  eagle  and  the  symbols  familiar  on  the  early  aces  of  spades  also 

appear.  Samuel  Hill,  who  advertises  in  the  'Columbian  Centinel'  of  1789 

as  an  '  engraver,  seal  cutter,  and  copper  plate  printer,'  designed  the  heading 

for  Mr.  Clough's  advertisement  and  may  have  been  responsible  for  the 
wall-paper  design.  One  wonders  if  he  also  did  any  of  the  designs  for  the 

card-makers,  or  if  any  of  them  can  be  attributed  to  Paul  Revere,  who  did 

many  eagles  for  both  the  Provincial  money  and  that  of  the  Continental 

Congress,  and  put  this  same  American  eagle,  with  the  thirteen  stars,  on 
his  business  card.

The  geographical  cards  of  these  Boston  advertisements  may  be  the  ones 

described  by  Mrs.  Van  Bensselaer  in  her  history  of  playing  cards.  She 

says  in  part: '  This  pack  is  now  owned  by  Dr.  Richard  Derby,  a  descendant 

of  the  Lloyd  who  was  granted  the  manor  of  Lloyd's  Neck,  one  of  the  origi- 
nal grants  held  under  the  English  in  the  Colony  of  New  York.  On  the 

back  of  the  knave  of  diamonds  is  written  in  faded  ink  this  inscription, 

4  To  Angelina  Lloyd,  from  her  affectionate  uncle, 

Henry  Lloyd.' February  13th,  1795. 

They  are  evidently  similar  to  the  English  cards  of  a  century  before,  but, 

instead  of  being  disparaging  in  their  descriptions  of  America  and  its  in- 

habitants, as  the  English  ones  almost  invariably  were,  these  bear  enthusi- 
astic accounts  of  localities  the  author  undoubtedly  knew  well.  On  the 

jack  of  diamonds  he  states  that  'Long  Island  is  140  miles  by  ten.  The 

middle  is  sandy.  The  place  called  Lloyd's  Neck,  from  its  position  and 
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fertility  is,  or  might  be  made  a  paradise.'  The  chief  towns  of  America  and 
their  populations  are  given  as  follows:  Mexico,  150,000;  Lima,  60,000; 

Cuzco,  42,000;  Panama  and  Philadelphia,  42,000;  New  York,  23,000; 

Boston,  19,000,  and  Newport  6000. 

You  can't  help  wondering  if  Thomas  Fleet,  at  his  printing  house  in 
Pudding  Lane  in  1719,  did  not  have  some  little  American  card  games  — 

>Esop's  Fables,  geography,  and  alphabet  games  as  well  as  Mother  Goose, 
for  the  little  children  of  Boston. 

The  seafaring  days  of  New  England  are  recalled  by  the  lacquer  boxes 

containing  trays  and  counters  for  playing  'Pope  Joan,'  which  are  occa- 
sionally to  be  found,  together 

with  the  old  willow-ware 
and  sandalwood  and  ivories 

that  made  the  long  journey 

around  the  Horn.  Pope  Joan 

was  a  popular  card  game 

in  the  eighteenth  and  early 

nineteenth  centuries.  Ac- 

cording to  the  rules  set 

forth  in  Hoyle,  you  paid  one 
counter  to  the  knave,  two 

to  the  queen,  three  to  the 

king,  four  to  the  ace,  and 

five  to  Pope  Joan,  which  was 
the  nine  of  diamonds.  Hence 

the  necessity  for  the  little 

trays.  The  counters,  which 

were  of  mother  of  pearl  or 

of  ivory,  were  sometimes 

round,  sometimes  oval,  and 

sometimes  long  and  narrow 

so  that  they  looked  almost 

like  little  fish,  and  it  was  by 

the  name  of  fish  that  they 

were  called  by  the  players. 

This  was  undoubtedly  a 

corruption  of  the  French 

word  for  counter,  'fiche'; 
however,  from  the  idea  of  fish,  the  English  called  the  little  dish  in  which 

they  put  their  counters  at  Quadrille,  the  pool.  The  French  never  made 

their  counters  in  the  form  of  fish,  as  the  English  did.  Theirs  were  round 

or  oval  and  were  kept  in  delicate  and  lovely  little  painted  ivory  boxes. 

THE  TOP  AND  BOTTOM  OF  A  PAINTED  IVORY  BOX  FOR 

HOLDING  THE  'FICHES,'  OR  COUNTERS,  AT  QUADRILLE 
The  inside  cover  of  this  delicate  and  lovely  little  box  is  signed 

'Mariqual  le  Jeune  a  Paris.' 
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In  1796,  according  to  the  government  records  the  import  duty  on  playing 

cards  was  twenty-five  cents  a  pack,  and  the  excess  of  the  imports  over  the 
exports  (for  the  thirteen  States)  was  1552  packs.  Massachusetts  was, 

however,  doing  more  than  its  share  in  producing  cards,  for  in  the  year 

1792  Tench  Coxe  says  that  one  thousand  packs  were  exported  from  there.1 
In  the  records  of  1804,  we  find  that  John  Dorr,  merchant  of  Boston,  paid 

an  import  duty  of  $936  on  Dutch  playing  cards  brought  on  the  ship 

Jenny  from  Antwerp. 

In  connection  with  cards  from  foreign  countries,  by  far  the  most  in- 

teresting story  comes  from  Canada.  It  is  recounted  in  detail  in  the  Cana- 

dian Archives,  'Documents  Relatifs  a  la  Monnaie,  au  Change  et  aux 
Finances  du  Canada  sous  le  Regime  Frangais,  choisis  et  edites  avec  Com- 
mentaires  et  Introduction  par  Adam  Shortt/ 

In  1685,  Jacques  de  Meulles,  Seigneur  of  La  Source,  Knight,  Councillor 

of  the  King  in  his  Councils,  Grand  Bailiff  of  Orleans,  Intendant  of  Justice, 
Police,  and  Finance  in  Canada  and  the  Northern  Territories  of  France, 

found  himself  in  great  straits  to  provide  for  the  sustenance  of  the  troops. 

A  forced  issue  of  paper  currency  seemed  to  afford  the  most  effective  rem- 
edy. The  lack  of  suitable  paper  and  printing  materials  led  him  to  resort  to 

the  only  available  substitutes,  the  packs  of  playing  cards,  obviously  im- 
ported by  the  merchants  to  meet  a  popular  demand.  He  explains  his  action 

in  the  following  letter: 

Quebec,  September  24,  1685 

My  Lord  — 

I  have  found  myself  this  year  in  great  straits  with  regard  to  the  subsist- 

ence of  the  soldiers.  You  did  not  provide  for  funds,  My  Lord,  until  Janu- 

ary last.  I  have,  notwithstanding,  kept  them  in  provisions  until  Septem- 
ber, which  makes  eight  full  months.  I  have  drawn  from  my  own  funds  and 

from  those  of  my  friends,  all  I  have  been  able  to  get,  but  at  last  finding 

them  without  means  to  render  me  further  assistance,  and  not  knowing  to 

what  saint  to  pay  my  vows,  money  being  extremely  scarce,  having  dis- 
tributed considerable  sums  on  every  side  for  the  pay  of  the  soldiers,  it 

occurred  to  me  to  issue,  instead  of  money,  notes  on  cards,  which  I  have  had 

cut  in  quarters.  I  send  you  My  Lord,  the  three  kinds,  one  is  for  four  francs, 

another  for  forty  sols,  and  the  third  for  fifteen  sols,  because  with  these 

1  View  of  the  Commerce  of  the  United  States,  p.  61,  by  Timothy  Pitkin,  a  statistician.

three  kinds,  I  was  able  to  make  their  exact  pay  for  one  month.  I  have 

issued  an  ordinance  by  which  I  have  obliged  all  the  inhabitants  to  receive 

this  money  in  payments,  and  to  give  it  circulation,  at  the  same  time 

pledging  myself,  in  my  own  name,  to  redeem  the  said  notes.  No  person  has 

refused  them,  and  so  good  has  been  the  effect  that  by  this  means  the  troops 

have  lived  as  usual.  There  were  some  merchants  who,  privately,  had 

offered  me  money  at  the  local  rate  on  condition  that  I  would  repay  them  in 

money  at  the  rate  in  France,  to  which  I  would  not  consent  as  the  King 

would  have  lost  a  third ;  that  is,  for  ten  thousand  ecus  he  would  have  paid 

forty  thousand  livres ;  thus  personally,  by  my  credit  and  by  my  manage- 
ment, I  have  saved  His  Majesty  thirteen  thousand  livres. 

(Signed)       de  Meulle 

Quebec,  2Uh  September,  1685 

CARD  MONEY  USED  IN  THE  CANADIAN  PROVINCES  DURING  THE  FRENCH  REGIME 
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This  card  money  was  issued  again  in  1686,  in  1690,  and  in  1691,  under 

Bochart-Champigny,  who  succeeded  de  Meulle,  and  by  1708  an  issue  of 
small  cards  replaced  even  copper  coins.  It  was  1719  before  the  card 

money  was  withdrawn  and  the  coinage  of  France  was  once  more  in  circula- 
tion in  the  French  provinces  after  an  interval  of  more  than  thirty  years. 

On  March  2,  1729,  because  of  the  dearth  of  actual  money,  resort  was 

once  more  had  to  card  money,  this  time  an  issue  of  400,000  livres  author- 
ized by  the  French  Government.  From  the  following  letter  it  is  evident 

that  the  cards  to  be  used  for  this  money  were  purchased  from  playing 

card-makers  in  France,  but  that  because  of  an  accident  to  these  specially 

ordered  cards,  which  were  to  be  *  blank  on  both  sides,'  regular  playing 
cards  were  again  used  for  most  of  the  issue : 

My  Lord, 

M.  Hocquart  had  the  honour  to  inform  you  in  Paris  that  he  had  made  a 

purchase  of  about  2000  sets  of  cards,  blank  on  both  sides,  to  provide  for 

the  making  of  the  card  money  ordered  by  His  Majesty.  Two  thirds  of  them 

have  been  soaked  in  water  and  entirely  ruined  in  the  wreck  of  the  King's 
ship.  We  shall  be  obliged  to  use  ordinary  cards  for  the  making  of  a  part  of 

this  money.

Herewith  attached  are  seven  specimens  of  the  different  denominations, 

from  24  livres  to  7  s,  6d.,  as  they  have  been  issued  in  Canada  in  1729. 

Let  there  be  made  the  number  of  174,334  cards  similar  to  the  specimens 

herewith,  on  which  engrave  the  name  of  the  Controller,  the  year,  the 

denominations,  and  the  names  of  Messrs.  Beauharnois  and  Hocquart  also, 

just  as  the  whole  is  written  in  the  specimens. 

Send  three  new  dies,  one  with  the  arms  of  His  Majesty  which  will  be 

placed  at  the  head,  and  two  others,  the  first  with  the  arms  of  M.  de  Beau- 

harnois and  the  second  with  those  of  Sr.  Hocquart,  to  employ  in  stamping 

the  said  money  at  Quebec. 
These  dies  must  be  difficult  to  counterfeit  and  well  cut. 

One  might  add  a  vignette  on  the  back  of  each  of  said  cards. 

[Not  signed.] 
Quebec,  October  25,  1729 

The  card  money  circulated  at  first  in  the  neighborhood  of  Quebec,  but 

soon  afterward  extended  to  Montreal  and  Three  Rivers,  later  to  the  grow- 
ing towns  and  villages,  and  finally  to  the  settlements  of  the  habitants,  and 

was  used  until  the  cession  of  the  provinces  to  the  British. 

In  New  York  at  the  end  of  the  eighteenth  century,  Dr.  Alexander 

Anderson  'did  on  wood,  designs  of  all  sorts,  from  sheet  ballads,  primers, 

business  cards,  tobacconists'  devices,  wrappers  of  playing  cards,  diplomas 
and  newspaper  cuts  of  every  sort,  to  magazines,  stately  scientific  treatises 

and  large  Bibles.' 
Of  these  card  wrappers,  one  made  for  John  Casenave,  a  New  York  card- 

maker,  bears  a  brawny  Indian  smoking  a  pipe  of  peace.  A  second  one  bears 

the  New  Jersey  coat  of  arms,  and  the  name  of  D.  C.  Baldwin,  who  made 

cards  in  Bergen  County,  across  the  river. 

There  is  also  a  Henry  VIII  wrapper  bearing  the  name  of  Henry  Hart, 

London,  and  marked,  'For  Exportation.'  Henry  Hart  was  a  well-known

London  maker.  Thirty  years  after  this  time,  members  of  his  family  were 

the  most  important  card-makers  in  America,  but  there  is  no  record  of  their 
making  cards  before  1832.  The  conclusion  is,  therefore,  that  this  wrapper 

is  another  instance  of  an  American  maker  presenting  his  product  as  some- 
thing made  in  England. 

The  Bergen  County  card-maker,  D.  C.  Baldwin,  was  also  a  maker  of 

wall-paper.  In  the  first  report  of  the  Secretary  of  the  Treasury  in  1789, 

the  wall-paper  manufactory  is  mentioned,  and  it  is  probable  that  the 
playing  cards  were  also  being  made  then. 

John  Casenave's  name  appears  in  the  New  York  City  Directory  from 
1801  to  1807,  at  64  Broad  Street  and  28  Whitehall,  with  a  store  at  23 
Pearl  Street  and  65  James  Street.  In  1809  and  1810  he  is  described  as  a 

'wine  merchant'  at  12  and  10  Pearl  Street.  And  from  1811  to  1816  as  a 

'merchant'  at  10  Pearl  Street,  34  South  Street,  29  Pearl  Street,  and  38 
South  Street. 

A  later  wrapper  is  for  4  Decatur  Cards'  and  pictures  the  famous  sea  fight. 
This  wrapper  also  bears  the  name  of  David  Felt  and  Company  of  New 
York,  as  makers  and  distributors.  David  Felt  w  as  a  New  York  stationer, 
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whose  name  appears  in  the  city  directory  in  1826,  and  during  the  following 

years.  By  1845,  he  had  made  a  fortune,  and  he  purchased  a  large  tract  of 

land  in  Union  County,  New  Jersey,  and  established  the  model  village  of 
Feltville. 

In  1815,  the  New  York  Card  Manufacturing  Company  was  making 

playing  cards  at  133  Pearl  Street.  In  1814,  the  name  is  the  New  York 

Manufacturing  Company  at  the  same  ad- 

dress, and  in  1813,  the  New  York  Manu- 

facturing Company  is  located  at  98  Water 

Street,  according  to  the  city  directory.  The 

ace  of  spades  bearing  the  name, '  New  York 

Card  Manufactory,'  bears  the  address  102 
John  Street,  however,  though  the  cards  are 

evidently  of  about  this  time. 

Another  pack  of  these  cards  has  the  same 

ace  of  spades,  which  bears  only  the  name 

'Charles  Bartlet.'  And  a  third  pack,  with 
the  identical  ace,  has  upon  it  only  the 

name  'Boston  Card  Factory.' 
About  1840,  there  was  also  a  card  man- 

ufactory at  Marblehead,  belonging  to 

Samuel  Avery. 

In  the  New  York  City  Directory  of  1830, 

Robert  Sauzade  is  listed  as  a  playing  card- 
maker,  with  a  manufactory  at  114  Leonard 

Street,  and  his  name  is  also  in  the  business 

directory  for  1837. 

At  the  Essex  Institute  in  Salem  is  quite  an  extraordinary  collection  of 

American  card  games.  Many  of  them  were  made  in  Salem  by  W.  &.  S.  B. 

Ives,  who  in  1843  published  the  famous  4  Dr.  Busby.'  Soon  after,  their 

first  game  of  4  Authors'  appeared,  and  was  followed  by  many  similar  pic- 
torial games,  S.cripture  History,  The  Game  of  Beasts,  The  Game  of  the 

States,  and  Mahomet  and  Saladin,  or  The  Battle  for  Palestine.  Their  first 

board  game,  The  Mansion  of  Happiness  was  the  first  game  of  its  kind  to  be 

published  in  America,  and  this  was  also  first  brought  out  in  1843.  The 

Parker  Brothers,  who  shortly  succeeded  the  Iveses,  and  who,  after  nearly  a 

century  are  still  making  games  in  Salem,  have  recently  reprinted  The  Man- 
sion of  Happiness  from  the  original  blocks,  in  its  original  form.  The  board 

folds  in  two  neatly,  and  beneath  the  flap  which  fastens  it  is  a  convenient 

pocket  holding  a  spinning  indicator  and  four  different  colored  playing  pieces 

or  men,  like  those  of  Parchesi,  and  also  the  instructions  for  playing  this 

'Instructive  Moral  and  Entertaining  Amusement.'  The  board  not  only

pictures  virtues  to  be  attained,  but  also  vices  to  be  shunned,  most  luridly 

portrayed,  and  the  New  England  punishments  for  these,  the  stock,  the 

pillory,  the  ducking  stool  and  the  whipping  post.  When  all  of  these  vicis- 

situdes have  been  safely  passed,  the  successful  player  arrives  at  the  Man- 
sion of  Happiness  in  the  center,  where  lovely  maidens  with  rose  garlands 

dance  chastely  to  the  music  of  harp  and  timbrel.  It  is  all  typically  New 

England,  and  the  4  Summit  of  Dissipation'  shows  a  wildly  dancing  gentle- 
man, his  blue  coat  tails  flying,  beside  him  a  decanter  of  red,  red  wine  and 

strewn  on  the  floor  before  him,  dice  and  playing  cards. 

Yet  the  eagle  of  the  early  American  playing  card-makers  carries  the 
name  of  the  game  on  a  ribbon  in  his  beak.  The  Mansion  of  Happiness  was 

invented  by  Miss  Abbott,  the  daughter  of  a  Beverly,  Massachusetts,  clergy- 
man. One  wonders  if  she  was  also  responsible  for  The  Magic  Ring  which  is 

similar  in  form,  but  much  more  sentimental  in  character,  having  to  do  with 
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the  adventures  of  a  knight  and  lady,  with  adventures  in  the  form  of  battles 

and  dungeons  and  mermaids.  'Characteristics,  an  Original  Game  by  a 

Lady,'  may  also  have  been  hers.  This  is  a  card  game.  A  sample  card  reads: 
Switzerland  Died  1638 

Was  distinguished  for 
Patriotism  Enthusiasm 

Bravery  Modesty 
Good  sense  Paternal  affection 

It  is  not  hard  to  guess  the  name  of  the  hero  which  is  on  the  card  matching 

this.  '  The  Strife  of  Genius,  By  a  Lady '  may  also  have  been  Miss  Abbott's. 
It  was  published  by  William  Crosby  in  Boston.  A  perfectly  delightful  card 

game  '  Robinson  Crusoe  and  His  Man  Friday '  was  published  a  little  later 
by  Crosby  and  Nichols  in  Boston,  Santon  and  Miles  in  New  York,  and 

Samuel  Hart  in  Philadelphia.  The  pictures  on  these  cards  are  so  precisely 

a  child's  idea  of  this  favorite  adventure  tale,  that  you  wonder  why  the  game 

isn't  being  printed  to-day. 

'  Shakespeare,  a  card  Game'  was  published  by  C.  S.  Francis  in  New  York 

in  1845.  'The  Game  of  Kings'  is  another  published  in  New  York  in  the 
same  year  by  Josiah  Adams.  In  1861  we  find  the  Excelsior  Games  being 

published  in  Boston,  and  in  1865  there  are  'Magic  Cards'  which  are  puzzle 
pictures,  published  by  L.  Prang  and  Company. 

A  very  much  earlier  Geographical  Game,  gives  interesting  statistics  con- 
cerning the  world  at  large  and  America  in  1810,  while  an  alphabet  game  on 

very  heavy  cardboard  has  a  distinct  New  England  flavor,  and  was  doubt- 
less made  for  very  small  Bostonians  at  about  this  same  time. 

There  are  many  advertisements  in  the  Philadelphia  newspapers,  both  of 

imported  cards  and  those  made  in  America. 

In  the  '  Royal  Pennsylvania  Gazette '  of  March  10, 1778,  is  the  following: 
John  Johnston  and  Co. 

At  their  store,  the  corner  of  Market  and  Water  streets,  formerly  occu- 
pied by  John  Campbell  sells  wholesale  and  Retail,  on  the  most  Reasonable 

terms,  The  following  Goods,  .  .  .  Merry  Andrews  and  Harry  the  Eighth's 
Playing  Cards. 

A  month  later,  under  the  date  of  April  24,  1778,  in  the  same  paper  an- 

other advertisement  is  to  be  found, '  The  Kings  Patent  or  Falstaffs  Playing 
cards,  so  much  esteemed  and  universally  used  in  Polite  Companies,  may  be 

had  of  the  Printer  —  also  Henry  the  Eighth  and  Merry  Andrew's.' 
This  is  another  instance  of  the  printer  of  a  paper  making  playing  cards. 

He  was  James  Robertson,  a  Tory,  who  had  his  shop  on  Front  Street,  be- 
tween Chestnut  and  Walnut,  and  it  is  cards  with  the  conventional  English 
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names  that  he  advertises.  In  his  paper  of  May  22,  1778,  is  the  advertise- 

ment, 'At  Hugh  Warden's  store  corner  of  Walnut  and  Front  streets,  a 

variety  of  British  and  India  Goods,  .  .  .  Harry  and  Andrew's  playing 

cards.' 
In  the  4 Pennsylvania  Journal'  of  September  8,  1779,  whose  printer  was 

a  good  American,  is  the  advertisement  of  'Lester  &  Poyntell.  Playing 
Cards  of  the  best  quality  are  sold  wholesale  at  Lester  and  Poyntell's  Book 

and  Stationery  store  in  Second  street  near  Market,  opposite  the  Friends' 

Meeting  House.' 

Also  in  the  4 Pennsylvania  Journal'  of  March  1,  1783,  is  the  advertise- 
ment,

cards.  The  subscribers  beg  leave  to  offer  to  the  public,  a  new  invented 

game  at  cards,  called  Ortho,  designed  not  only  for  amusement  but  in- 

struction in  the  orthography  of  the  English  language.  Instead  of  the  four 

suits  of  pips  in  common  use,  these  cards  are  furnished  with  four  sets  of  the 

English  alphabet,  having  such  certain  powers  assigned  to  the  respective 

letters  as  to  admit  of  variety,  ingenuity,  and  entertainment  in  the  play, 

with  an  additional  and  important  advantage  of  insinuating  a  correctness 

in  spelling,  and  a  knowledge  in  the  operation  of  letters  in  the  formation  of 

words.  These  cards,  neatly  ornamented  and  made  up  in  packs  of  104  cards 

each,  with  full  directions  how  they  are  to  be  played,  printed  on  the  wrap- 
ping paper,  are  made  and  sold  by  the  subscribers,  at  their  paper  hanging 

and  card  factory,  in  Walnut  street,  above  the  New  Gaol,  Philadelphia,  and 

may  be  had  at  most  of  the  shops. 

Price  7s.  6d.  by  the  single  pack,  with  a  large  allowance  to  purchasers  by 
the  dozen.

The  above  may  be  had  at  T.  Bradford's  book  store. 

Very  much  earlier  than  these,  and  probably  the  very  first  of  this  sort  of 

card  game  in  America,  were  the  religious  playing  cards  printed  by  Christo- 
pher Sower  on  his  press  in  Germantown,  in  1744,  the  year  after  he  printed 

his  American  Bible.  There  are  three  hundred  and  eighty-one  cards  with 
Scriptural  and  poetical  verses  on  each.  The  text  is  all  in  German  and  the 

title  is  '  The  Lottery  of  the  Pious,  or  the  Spiritual  Treasure  Casket,  where- 

by one  never  loses.'  The  cards  are  numbered  like  lottery  tickets,  and  the 
poetry  is  all  from  the  works  of  Gerhard  Tersteegen.  Sometimes  they  were 

in  leather  cases,  and  sometimes  in  little  boxes  of  fancy  wood,  nicely  dove- 
tailed. The  good  people  usually  used  them  on  Sunday  afternoons.  They 

would  draw  a  card  from  this  little  treasury  of  good  and  beautiful  thoughts 

and  contemplate  its  meaning.  Sometimes,  when  they  felt  gloomy  or  de- 
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spondent,  they  would  resort  to  it,  feeling  confident  of  drawing  a  promise 

of  consolation  and  help. 

Almost  the  same  idea  was  used  later  in  the  Scriptural  cards  attributed 

to  Charles  Wesley.  Some  editions  of  these  have  verses  of  his  hymns,  many 

of  them  long  forgotten,  on  each  card,  and  other  editions  have  Bible  verses 

as  well.  Some  of  the  cards  are  in  Charles  Wesley's  writing.  The  rhymes, 
rhythms,  and  metaphors  are  most  unusual.  It  is  doubtful  if  he  had  thought 

of  them  at  the  time  of  his  sojourn  in  America  with  General  Oglethorpe,  for 

the  advertisement  of  them  in  John  Wesley's  paper  appears  in  1786.  It 

reads:  'May  be  had  of  Mr.  Wesley's  booksellers  in  town  or  country, 
Scriptural  playing  cards  which  appeared  a  few  years  since.  Many  persons 

were  pleased  with  them  and  now  wish  me  to  re-print  them.' 

There  are  56  cards  in  Mr.  Wesley's  game,  and  the  first  and  last  bear  the 

printer's  name,  'James  Todd,  Bedale.' 

'These  people  called  Methodists'  after  'a  dish  of  tea'  would  shuffle 
these  cards  and  the  one  drawn  would  furnish  a  conversational  text.  It  is 

amusing  to  find  that  they  quickly  took  on  the  old-time  significance  of 
cards  as  a  means  of  divination.  Good  men  and  women  believed  that 

Providence  spoke  through  them,  and  many  decisions  were  made  according 

to  the  guidance  of  these  little  scraps  of  paper. 

Another  series  of  little  prints,  which  may  have  been  part  of  an  educa- 

tional game  in  Philadelphia,  are  'Various  Employments.'  They  are  very 
similar  to  the  many  English  pictorial  series,  and  show  a  merchant,  a  ship- 

wright, straw  hat-makers,  basket-makers,  a  rope-maker,  a  brazier,  a  spin- 

ner, and  a  hair-dresser,  all  of  the  late  eighteenth  century. 

Other  advertisements  of  cards  are,  in  the  'Pennsylvania  Journal,'  Janu- 
ary 18,  1783;

********  inkstands,  and  playing  cards.' 

In  the  'Pennsylvania  Evening  Herald,'  December  17,  1785:

Amusement  and  Instruction.  This  day  is  published  by  J.  Rice,  North 
side  of  Market  street  between  Second  and  Third  Streets. 

The  new  Impenetrable  Secret,  or  young  lady's  and  gentleman's  Polite 
Puzzle,  being  an  entirely  new  set  of  entertaining  Cards,  neatly  printed, 

consisting  of  moral  and  diverting  histories  of  Pamela,  Clarissa  and  Sir 
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Charles  Grandison.  The  whole  designed,  while  they  amuse  and  entertain, 

to  establish  principles  of  virtue  and  morality  in  the  minds  of  both  sexes 

*  *  *  *  *  also  bloks,  medicines,  songs,  and  musical  instrument  strings. 

On  September  8,  1786,  is  the  advertisement:  'Benjamin  January  takes 
this  method  to  inform  his  friends  and  the  public  in  general  that  he  carries 

on  the  bookbinding  business  in  all  its  branches  at  his  shop  in  Front  street  at 

the  sign  of  the  Bible  and  Dove  where  merchants,  shopkeepers  and  others 

may  be  supplied  with  all  kinds  of  account  books  and  the  following  articles 

of  stationery,  post  paper,  fool's  cap,  wrapping  paper,  sealing  wax  wafers, 

quills,  ink  powder,  playing  cards,  etc' 
In  the  'Federal  Gazette'  of  January  27,  1790  is  the  notice: 

Card  Making 

Wanted  immediately,  a  Person  who  is  thoroughly  acquainted  with  the 

principal  branches  of  making  Playing  Cards,  in  the  true  European  man- 
ner; such  a  one  will  meet  with  very  good  encouragement.  Enquire  of  the 

printer.  [The  printer  in  this  instance  was  Andrew  Brown,  an  American 

patriot.] 

During  the  next  year,  1791,  there  are  many  advertisements  of  Lester 

and  Poyntell's  paper-hanging  manufactory,  while  their  previous  advertise- 
ment in  1779  mentioned  only  playing  cards. 

In  the  'Federal  Gazette'  of  February  19,  1790,  is  the  advertisement, 

'  Ry ves  and  Ashmead's  Superfine  American  Manufactured  Playing  Cards. 
Sold  Wholesale  and  Retail  At  Thomas  Seddon's  Bookstore  in  Market  street.' 

Tench  Coxe,  of  Philadelphia,  in  a  '  View  of  the  United  States  of  Amer- 

ica,' written  at  various  times  between  the  years  1787  and  1794,  says: 

'The  products,  manufactures  and  exports  of  Pennsylvania  are  very 
many  and  various  ...  [he  lists  two  pages  of  these,  and  among  them  men- 

tions playing  cards].  Papers  of  all  kinds  form  a  very  beneficial  branch,  of 

considerable  and  increasing  extent.  The  Species  made  are  paper  hangings, 

playing  cards,  pasteboards,  etc.  .  .  . 

'A  single  state,  Pennsylvania  has  upwards  of  fifty  paper  mills  which 
work  up  materials  of  no  value.  The  manufactures  from  those  mills  are 

computed  at  $250,000,  the  persons  employed  in  them  do  not  exceed  150  or 

200.  The  state  contains  about  one  ninth  of  the  people  of  the  United 

States,  and  their  contributions  to  the  expense  of  the  government  and  the 

interest  on  the  public  debt,  are  consequently  about  400,000  dollars.  Their 

paper  mills  therefore  stand  them  for  five  eighths  of  their  quota.  It  appears 

to  be  the  duty  of  the  government  to  encourage  the  people  in  all  the  states 

to  do  the  same,  especially  as  it  can  be  done  by  water  means  and  not  by  men 

diverted  from  their  farms.  *******  \ye  have  exceedingly  diminished 
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our  imports  of  coarse  linen  and  woolen  goods,  cordage,  ******  playing 
cards,  etc.  1000  packs  of  playing  cards  were  exported  from  Massachusetts 

in  the  year  from  October  1,  1791  to  September  30,  1792.  *******  There 
were  imported  into  the  United  States,  for  one  year,  ending  the  thirtieth 

day  of  September,  1790,  19,066  packs  of  playing  cards.  *********** 

The  tariff  on  playing  cards  of  twenty  five  cents  per  pack  is  a  great  en- 

couragement to  local  manufacturers.  June  30,  1794.' 
From  the  United  States  Treasury  reports  we  find  that  in  1814,  400,000 

packs  of  playing  cards  were  manufactured  in  the  United  States,  and  the 

duty  of  twenty-five  cents  a  pack  was  increased  to  thirty  cents  by  the 
Tariff  Act  of  April  27,  1816.  While  in  the  report  of  the  first  session  of  the 

eighteenth  Congress,  1823-24,  the  following  playing  card  statistics  are 

given :

Again,  in  his  'Brief  Examination  of  Lord  Sheffield's  Observations  on 

the  Commerce  of  the  United  States,'  which  he  wrote  in  179L  Tench 

Coxe  says:  'From  a  return  made  to  the  Manufacturing  Society  of  Phila- 
delphia, it  appears  there  are  forty  eight  paper  mills  in  Pennsylvania  alone 

and  five  others  are  building  in  one  county  in  that  state.  *******  The 
Treasury  of  the  United  States  and  several  banks  have  paper  of  the  most 

perfect  kind  specially  made  for  them ;  the  printing  of  books  has  increased 

to  a  most  astonishing  degree  and  the  factories  of  paper  hangings  are 

carried  on  with  great  spirit  in  Boston,  New  Jersey  and  Philadelphia.  *  *  * 

*  *  *  *  After  a  very  careful  estimate  of  a  number  of  the  principal  branches 
of  American  manufactures  the  writer  of  this  paper  does  not  hesitate  to 

affirm  that  the  shoes  and  boots,  sadlery  and  other  articles  of  leather,  gun- 
powder, snuff, .paper  and  paper  hangings,  playing  cards,  pasteboard,  books, 

*  *  *  *  made  in  the  year  past,  exceed  in  value  the  manufactured  goods 
which  Great  Britain  shipped  in  the  same  term  to  all  foreign  nations  but  the 

United  States.' 
To  continue  with  the  advertisements  of  playing  cards  in  the  Philadelphia 

papers  on  March  5,  1795,  in  the  'Federal  Gazette,'  is  the  following: 

'Innocent  Amusement;  or,  Polite  Conversation  Cards,  For  the  Entertain- 
ment of  Young  Ladies  and  Gentlemen;  Just  published  at  No.  41  Chestnut 

street.  Price  50  cents.' 

In  the  'Federal  Gazette'  of  December  15, 1800,  is  the  advertisement  of 

'James  Humphreys.  No.  106  South  Side  Market  Street.  In  addition  to  his 
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assortment  of  the  very  best  English  Playing  Cards  (Received  from  Lon- 
don) Has  just  received  from  Boston  an  assortment  of  American  playing 

cards  which  he  will  sell  wholesale  or  retail  on  most  reasonable  terms.'

The  ace  and  jack  of  spades  and  the  court  cards  of  the  heart  suit  are  shown 

There  is  a  pack  of  cards  bearing  the  name  of  J.  Y.  Humphreys  which  has 

survived  to  the  present  day.  They  are  nicely  engraved  and  hand-colored. 
In  the  heart  suit,  which  is  red,  the  king  is  George  Washington,  taken  from 

Gilbert  Stuart's  Lansdowne  portrait;  the  queen,  Venus;  and  the  knave, 
Red  Jacket  the  Indian. 

The  diamonds  are  painted  yellow  and  have  John  Quincy  Adams  for  the 

king,  Justice  for  the  queen,  and  for  the  knave  the  Indian  Gy-ant-wachia ; 
the  clubs,  which  are  blue,  show  Thomas  Jefferson  as  the  king,  Ceres  for  the 

queen,  and  Joseph  Brant  for  the  knave;  the  spades  are  also  blue,  and  the 

king  is  Andrew  Jackson;  the  queen,  Athena;  and  the  knave,  a  fourth 

Indian,  hard  to  identify. 
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These  cards  are  very  similar  to  later  special  packs  made  by  Jazaniah 

Ford,  of  Milton,  and  perhaps  they  are  the  'American  playing  cards  from 
Boston '  of  the  advertisement. 

Another  use  of  playing  cards  at  this  time  in  Philadelphia  was  to  use  their 

plain  backs  for  mounting  silhouettes.  A  silhouette  of  Joseph  Hopkinson, 

who  wrote  'Hail,  Columbia'  at  the  end  of  the  century,  is  thought  to  be 
Peale's  work,  and  is  on  the  back  of  a  playing  card.

It  is  supposed  to  be  the  work  of  Charles  Wilson  Peale 

Charles  Fraser,  the  young  Carolinian,  in  1798,  on  the  back  of  a  ten  of 

diamonds  did  a  pen-and-ink  sketch  of  George  Washington.  There  is  also 
an  invitation,  written  on  the  back  of  a  playing  card,  to  a  party  in  honor  of 

the  great  President's  birthday,  in  1792. 

In  Watson's  'Annals  of  Philadelphia,'  he  says  that  there  were  three 
playing  card  manufactories  in  the  city  at  the  end  of  the  eighteenth  century. 

Yet  in  the  directory  of  1806,  arranged  according  to  trades  and  profes- 

sions, 'in  which  is  comprised  the  name  and  abode  of  all  professions  and 
occupations  by  which  the  stranger  may  find  the  residence  of  any  gentleman 

with  whom  he  has  concerns,'  card-makers  are  not  listed,  and  the  names  of 
the  men  who  have  advertised  cards  in  the  newspapers  appear  in  the  lists 

of  stationers,  bookbinders,  and  wall-paper  stainers.  There  seems  to  be  a 

curious  reluctance  to  name  in  cold  type  the  lucrative  pursuit  of  card- 
making. 

In  the  Philadelphia  Directory  for  1811,  the  names  of  Thomas  de  Silver, 

bookbinder  and  playing  card-manufacturer,  152  South  Sixth  Street,  and 
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Joseph  Phillips,  card-manufacturer,  419  North  Fourth  Street,  are  to  be 
found. 

In  1816  there  are  the  additional  names  of  C.  Buffard,  playing  card- 

manufacturer;  Eli  Fizel,  playing  card-maker,  93  Sassafras  Street;  and 

James  Y.  Humphreys,  card-manufacturer,  95  South  Front  Street.  Also 

there  are  listed  in  the  same  year,  George  Crager,  card-maker,  137  Cherry 

Street;  Andrew  Adams,  card-manufacturer,  2  South  Third  Street;  David 

Wenthing,  card-maker,  5  Plum  Street ;  but,  because  no  further  records  are 
to  be  found  of  their  activities,  it  is  impossible  to  tell  whether  they  made 

playing  cards  or  the  wire  cards  for  carding  wool  and  cotton. 

It  was  in  1832  that  Lewis  I.  Cohen,  a  young  stationer  in  New  York, 

made  his  first  pack  of  cards,  and  founded  the  business  of  L.  I.  Cohen, 

71  William  Street,  New  York  City.  He  had  already  made  a  name  for 

himself  as  the  first  maker  of  American  lead  pencils,  and  his  interesting  and 

THE  ACE  OF  SPADES  AND  THE  COURT  CARDS  OF  THE  SUIT  OF  CLUBS  OF  AN  EDITION  OF

The  court  cards  are  interesting  to  compare  with  those  made  twenty  years  earlier  by  Ford  and  Crehore 
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genial  personality  had  made  his  store  at  71  William  Street  the  rendezvous, 

not  only  of  his  friends  in  the  stationery  business,  but  also  of  many  of  the 
writers  and  artists  of  his  day. 

His  father,  Joseph  Cohen,  had  been  a  soldier  in  the  Revolution  and  was 

officer  of  the  day  in  Philadelphia  when  the  news  of  Cornwallis's  surrender 
at  York  town  was  brought  to  the  city.  Lewis  I.  Cohen  was  born  in  Lan- 

caster, Pennsylvania  on  July  23,  1800.  Soon  after,  the  family  moved  to 

Charleston,  South  Carolina,  where  he  lived  until  his  fifteenth  year,  when 

he  went  to  London  as  apprentice  to  his  half-brother,  Solomon  Cohen,  who 

was  a  well-known  English  manufacturer  of  lead  pencils.  In  the  summer  of 
1819  he  returned  to  the  United  States  on  the  barque  Mary  and  Susan.  As 

they  were  docking  at  Burling  Slip,  he  saw  a  Florida  schooner  loaded  with 

cedar  logs  at  the  other  side  of  the  wharf.  Upon  landing,  he  examined  these 

logs  and  was  amazed  and  delighted  to  find  such  great  lengths  of  wood  with- 

out knots.  He  promptly  bought  the  shipment  for  thirty  pounds,  out  of  the 

eighty  he  brought  from  England.  This  price  was  a  fraction  per  log  of  what 

his  brother  was  paying  per  foot  in  London.  He  then  arranged  with  Cap- 
tain Champlin,  of  the  Mary  and  Susan,  to  take  the  entire  cargo  back  as 

ballast,  without  cost.  He  reserved  one  log,  which  he  sent  to  a  Fulton 

Street  sawmill  to  be  cut  into  pencil  lengths  to  use  himself,  and  this  day's 
events  laid  the  foundation  of  the  Cohen  fortune.  The  same  energy  and 

decision  seem  characteristic  of  the  man  during  his  entire  career,  not  only 

in  the  interests  of  his  business,  but  also  in  his  many  charitable  activities. 

He  is  also  said  to  have  been  the  first  stationer  in  America  to  sell  steel  pens 

in  place  of  the  old  quills.  (Metallic  writing  pens  were  patented  in  the 

United  States  in  1809  by  Peregrine  Williamson.) 

In  1833,  he  moved  to  122  William  Street,  where  two  years  later  he  in- 
vented his  machine  for  printing  at  one  impression  the  four  colors  on  the 

faces  of  playing  cards.  While  working  on  this  machine  he  used  part  of  the 

building  of  R.  Hoe  and  Company,  on  Gold  Street,  as  his  factory,  and  when 

it  was  perfected  he  kept  his  process  a  secret  for  twelve  years. 

In  the  New  -York  City  Directory  of  1832,  in  which  he  is  listed  as  a 

pencil-maker,  his  address  was  71  William  Street. 
In  1838,  he  moved  to  118  William  Street,  and  in  1844  purchased  the 

building  at  134  William  Street  as  a  store,  and  the  buildings  at  184, 186, 188, 

and  190  William  Street  as  a  factory  for  making  playing  cards,  to  accommo- 

date the  growth  of  this  part  of  his  business.  In  the  directory  of  1845-46 

he  is  listed  as  importer  of  French  and  English  fancy  and  staple  station- 
ery, manufacturer  of  patent  ivory  surface  playing  and  business  cards, 

enamelled  cards,'  etc. 
In  these  early  Cohen  cards,  the  ace  of  spades  bears  the  American  eagle, 

sometimes  with  the  thirteen  stars  above,  and  sometimes  without  them. 
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The  ribbon  fluttering  from  the  eagle's  beak  is  sometimes  lettered  'E 

Pluribus  Unum,'  or  'New  York,'  instead  of  the  usual  'American  Manu- 

facture' used  by  most  card-makers.  The  maker's  name,  L.  I.  Cohen,  al- 
ways appears,  after  the  English  manner,  and 

sometimes  the  street  address  is  given. 

An  early  pack  of  the  'ivory  surface  playing 

cards'  are  printed  in  gold,  even  the  suit  signs  of 
the  numeral  cards  being  heavily  bordered  with  it. 

In  1850,  Lewis  I.  Cohen  sold  the  stationery  end 

of  his  business  to  Jerolamon  Motley  and  Com- 

pany, keeping  only  the  playing  card  manufactory, 

and  in  1854  he  retired,  leaving  it  in  the  hands  of 

his  son,  Solomon  L.  Cohen,  and  his  nephew,  John 

M.  Lawrence,  under  the  firm  name  of  Lawrence 
and  Cohen.

L.  1.  Cohen  has  a  wrapper  picturing  a  railroad 

train,  and  lettered  'Railroad  Cards.'  To  be  in  keeping  with  the  modern 
spirit  of  this  title,  the  cards  are  double  heads  —  the  earliest  we  know 

in  America,  and  the  backs  are  printed  in  an  all-over  conventional  pattern. 
The  wrapper  bears  the  revenue  stamp  dated  1861.

Among  his  last  cards  are  several  packs  whose  backs  are  in  conventional 

designs  of  very  genuine  taste  and  merit,  indicative  of  the  work  of  Owen 
Jones. 

The  Law  rence  and  Cohen  cards  are  very  much  like  the  English  ones  of 

the  period.  They  have  typical  English  wrappers,  and  they  abandon  the 
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American  eagle  that  has  always  appeared  on  American  aces  of  spades. 
They  use  the  Owen  Jones  designs  for  their  card  backs,  and  mention  the 

fact  on  both  the  wrappers  and  the  aces  of  spades.  At  first  they  were  at 

184  William  Street  and  later  at  222-228  West  Fourteenth  Street.

For  a  pack  of  their  later  cards  they  use  a  wrapper  picturing  a  steamboat, 

a  purely  American  design,  and  destined  to  be  popular  among  American 

makers  for  many  years.  These  cards  are  double  heads,  but  this  idea  is 

evidently  still  a  novelty  in  America.  Another  late  pack  bearing  their  name 

shows  an  index  in  the  corner  of  each  card,  and  the  Mogul  wrapper  is  let-

tered  'Squeezers.'  These  cards  were  made  as  an  advertisement  for  a  to- 

bacco company*,  whose  name  appears  upon  their  backs. 
On  December  5, 1871,  Lawrence  and  Cohen  turned  the  business  into  a 

stock  company,  taking  in  three  nephews  of  Lewis  I.  Cohen,  all  of  whom  had 

learned  their  trade  in  his  factory.  They  were  Samuel  Hart  and  Isaac  Levy, 

of  Samuel  Hart  and  Company,  of  Philadelphia,  and  John  J.  Levy,  of  New 

York.  The  new  corporation  was  called  the  New  York  Consolidated  Card 

Company. 

Abraham  Hart  was  a  bookseller  and  Sara  Hart  a  stationer  in  Philadel- 

phia in  1831.  Samuel  Hart's  name  first  appears  in  the  directory  of  1844  as 
a  stationer  at  27  South  Fourth  Street.  In  1849,  the  name  of  Samuel  Hart

and  Company,  160  Market  Street,  importers  of  staple  and  fancy  station- 
ery, manufacturers  of  playing  and  blank  cards,  is  listed.  They  are  later 

at  236  South  Thirteenth  Street,  and  then  at  416  South  Thirteenth  Street. 

The  wrappers  show  the  American  eagle  and  are  lettered  'Hart's  Linen 

Eagle.'  A  later  one  is  lettered  'Club  House'  and  shows  the  eagle  above  a 
quartered  shield  flanked  by  two  soldiers,  and  the 

address  given  is  222-228  West  Fourteenth  Street, 
New  York,  which  is  the  address  later  used  by 

Lawrence  and  Cohen.  There  is  a  joker  in  this  pack 

of  cards,  and  the  ace  of  spades  is  lettered  '  London 
Club  Cards.'  Other  novelties  he  introduces  are 

round-cornered  cards,  and  'satin  surface'  cards 
which  are  double  heads  and  come  in  both  the 

Mogul  and  Steamboat  wrappers.  A  special  edition, 

whose  ace  of  spades  bears  the  portraits  of  George 

and  Martha  Washington,  was  reissued  later, 

beautifully  engraved  by  the  New  York  Consoli- 
dated Card  Company  in  1871. 

These  portraits  remind  us  of  earlier  ones,  which 

may  or  may  not  have  been  made  and  used  by 

makers  of  playing  cards.  There  are  medallion 

portraits  of  George  Washington  and  John  Adams,  engraved  by  John 

Bowen,  who  worked  in  Philadelphia  between  1810  and  1819,  and  these 

appear  on  a  printed  background,  such  as  was  being  introduced  for  card 

backs  by  the  makers  of  the  time. 

Another  portrait  of  Washington  is  on  a  card,  the  size  of  a  playing  card, 

and  its  arrangement  was  evidently  inspired  by  the  feeling  concerning  the 

Monroe  Doctrine.1 

In  one  edition  of  'Hart's  Linen  Eagle'  the  address  of  the  New  York 

office  is  560  Broadway,  and  another  has  '  Philadelphia  Card  Manufactory ' 
on  the  ace  of  spades,  and  the  address,  48  John  Street,  New  York. 

A  pack  of  cards  with  plaid  backs  have  the  Hart  name  on  the  ace  of 

spades,  which  is  lettered  'California  Poker  Deck'  and  pictures  two  'forty- 

niners.' 
It  is  rather  amusing  to  know  that  in  Shakespeare's  time  he  speaks  of  a 

4  deck '  of  cards,  but  that  nowadays  to  call  a  '  pack '  a  '  deck '  is  a  provin- 
cialism of  the  States  in  the  Mississippi  and  Ohio  River  valleys,  according 

to  the  'Catalogue  of  Playing  Cards,'  published  by  the  British  Museum  in 
the  eighteen-seventies.  These  Hart  cards  would  seem  to  prove  that  the 
word  was  also  in  common  use  either  in  the  Far  West,  or  in  the  East,  or 

possibly  in  both  places.

4  Paire '  and  pack  seem  to  have  been  synonymous  terms  for  a  long  while, 

for  many  an  old  writer  speaks  of  a  'paire  of  cards.'  In  an  old  play  in  the 

Garrick  collection  called  'The  longer  thou  livest  the  more  foole  thou  arte,' 

Idleness  desires  Moros,  the  clown,  to  'looke  at  his  booke,'  and  shows  him 

' a  paier  of  cardes.'  In  another  old  play,  'A  Woman  Killed  with  Kindness/ 

a  'paire  of  cardes  and  counters'  are  mentioned.  Roger  Ascham,  discussing 

the  relative  merits  of  archery  and  playing  cards  in  his  'Toxophilus,'  which 

he  published  in  London  in  1545,  says:  'A  man  no  shoter,  (not  longe  agoo,) 
wolde  defende  playing  at  cardes  &  dise,  if  it  were  honestly  used,  to  be  as 

honest  a  pastime  as  youre  shotinge:  for  he  layed  for  him,  that  a  man  might 

pleye  for  a  little  at  cardes  and  dyse,  and  also  a  man  might  shote  away  all 

that  ever  he  had.  He  sayd  a  payre  of  cardes  cost  not  past  two  pence  and 

that  they  needed  not  so  moche  reparation  as  bowe  and  shaftes,  they  wolde 

never  hurte  a  man  his  hande,  nor  never  weare  his  gere.  A  man  shulde  never 

slee  a  man  with  -shoting  wyde  at  the  cardes.  In  wete  and  drye,  hote  and 
coulde,  they  woulde  never  forsake  a  man,  he  shewed  what  great  varietie 

there  is  in  them  for  everye  mans  capacitie:  if  one  game  were  harde,  he 

might  easelye  learne  another:  If  a  man  have  a  good  game  there  is  greate 

pleasure  in  it :  if  he  have  an  ill  game,  the  payne  is  shorte,  for  he  may  soone 

gyve  it  over,  and  hope  for  a  better :  with  many  other  mo  reasons.  But  at  the 

last  he  concluded,  that  betwixt  playinge  and  shoting,  well  used,  or  ill  used 
there  was  no  difference:  but  that  there  was  lesse  coste  and  trouble,  and  a 

greate  deale  more  pleasure  in  playing,  than  in  shotynge.'  By  the  time  of 

Charles  II,  they  are  rarely  called  'a  pair  of  cards,'  though  in  'Poor  Robin's 
Almanac'  for  1684,  under  December  are  the  lines: 
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'Perhaps  a  pair  of  cards  is  going 

And  that's  the  chief  est  matter  doing.' 

In  Italy,  to-day, '  pair '  is  used  in  the  same  way,  for  they  still  say  '  un  paio  di 
carte/ 

Mr.  W.  A.  Chatto,  a  very  careful  writer,  discussing  these  things,  says 

that  in  the  reign  of  Queen  Elizabeth  cards  were  sometimes  called  a  4  bunch.' 

But  in  *  Henry  VI,'  Shakespeare  says 

1  The  king  was  slily  fingered  from  the  deck.' 

An  entry  in  an  account  book,  kept  in 

Braintree  in  1771,  reads,  'a  sette  of 

cards  for  playing.'  But  to  come  down 
a  century,  we  find  another  interesting 

edition  of  cards  issued  by  Samuel  Hart, 

a  pack  of  transformation  cards  after 

the  designs  originally  published  by 

William  Tegg  in  London,  and  after- 
ward copied  in  Viennese  and  Munich 

papers  as  'Pictorial  Cards.'  The  ad- 
dress on  the  ace  of  spades  is  416  South 

Thirteenth  Street,  Philadelphia,  and 

307  Broadway,  New  York. 

John  J.  Levy's  cards  show  the  old 
Cohen  ace.    His  address  is  first  177- 

179  Grand  Street,  and  later  at  184  William  Street.  A  pack  of  his  later 

cards  are  double  heads,  and  the  wrapper  shows  a  ship  with  both  steam  and 

sails,  perhaps  a  forerunner  of  the  popular  steamboat. 

The  Congress  Card  Manufactory  in  New  York  made  a  pack  of  cards  for 

C.  R.  Hewet,  a  stationer  at  45  Vesey  Street,  in  1852.  The  ace  of  spades 

shows  a  picture  of  the  City  Hall  below  the  spread  eagle.  The  suit  signs  are 
outlined  on  each  card  and  there  is  much  elaborate  detail  in  the  court  cards. 

A  second  pack  with  the  same  ace  of  spades  is  lettered  only,  'Congress 

Manufacturing  Co.,'  and  at  the  bottom,  'Astor  House,  N.  York.'  This 
evidently  refers  to  their  address,  which  is  given  in  the  Trow  and  Wilson 

Directories  of  1853-55  as  2  Astor  House  and  Pitt  Street. 

Besides  these,  there  are  curious  little  fortune-telling  cards  made  by 

Turner  and  Fisher,  probably  in  the  eighteen- twenties.  '  Dr.  Busby '  was  a 

popular  card  game  which  was  published  in  1843,  and  'Yankee  Notions' 
another,  made  by  T.  W.  Strong  in  New  York  in  1856.  There  are  four  suits 

in  this  game,  eagles,  stars,  shields,  and  flags  of  ten  cards  each,  numbered 
from  1  to  0,  and  ten  humorous  court  cards  numbered  in  the  same  way. 

In  the  mean  time  another  company  manufacturing  playing  cards,  with

These  same  designs,  under  the  name  of 
Pictorial  Cards,  were  published  by  William

Andrew  Dougherty  at  its  head,  was  started  in  New  York.  His  early  cards 

are  stenciled  and  the  suit  signs  are  often  askew.  So,  too,  are  the  faces  of 

the  court  cards,  which  often  have  most  amusing  expressions.  It  is  not  until 

considerably  later  that  he  makes  cards  that  compare  favorably  with  those 

of  Mr.  Cohen,  who,  perhaps  because  of  his  London  apprenticeship,  had 

from  the  first '  been  thoroughly  acquainted  with  the  principal  branches  of 

making  Playing  Cards  in  the  true  European  manner.' 

ACES  OF  SPADES  USED  BY  ANDREW  DOUGHERTY  FROM  1848  TO  1872 

Andrew  Dougherty  began  making  his  cards  in  a  very  primitive  way  at 

first  in  Brooklyn,  then  at  148  Ann  Street,  then  at  78  Cliff  Street,  New  York. 

Most  of  the  early  Dougherty  cards  are  in  wrappers  decorated  with  the 

familiar  eagle,  and  lettered  'American  Cards,'  though  some  of  them  show 
the  English  Moguls  and  Merry  Andrews.  The  backs  are  sometimes  plain, 

and  sometimes  a  moire  effect  is  achieved  by  wavy  lines. 
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His  Small  Spanish  cards,  stenciled  in  golden  yellow,  bearing  the  date 

'  Ano  1849,'  are  among  the  most  vivid  reminders  of  those  adventurous  days 
of  the  middle  of  the  century,  when  many  of  them  doubtless  made  the  long 

voyage  to  the  California  gold  fields  or  found  their  way  up  the  yellow 

Mississippi  in  the  path  of  trade  with  the  great  awakening  West.  A  much- 

used  pack  of  these  in  the  Cincinnati  collection  has  a  card  in  it  with  '  Hanni- 

bal, Mo.'  scrawled  upon  its  back.  Shades  of  Mark  Twain  and  Huckleberry 
Finn,  and  the  steamboats  on  the  Mississippi ! 

About  1858,  the  Dougherty  card-manufactory  was  moved  to  26  Beek- 

man  Street.  He  uses  the  same  American  wrappers  with  the  eagle,  varying 

them  only  occasionally  with  the  English  designs,  Moguls  and  Harry  the 

Eighths.  For  one  edition  he  uses  the  old  Decatur  wrapper  used  by  David 

Felt  in  the  twenties.  This  was  in  all  probability  originally  made  for  the 

Decatur  cards  of  Jazaniah  Ford,  in  1815.

He  makes  his  cards  in  two  qualities,  and  uses  a  new  ace  of  spades,  let- 

tered 'Excelsior  Cards.'  In  the  better  grade,  this  ace  is  nicely  engraved. 

Their  wrapper  bears  the  one-cent  revenue  stamp,  marked  'A.D.  Nov. 

1862,'  but  the  cards  are  from  much  earlier  designs.  They  may  have  been 
printed  for  use  in  the  army. 

Dougherty  also  made  an  edition  of  '  Illuminated  Great  Moguls '  similar 
to  the  gold-decorated  Cohen  cards.  An  earlier  edition  of  these  was  brought 
out  under  the  name  of  the  United  States  Card  Manufactory,  Coughtry  and 

Dougherty.

The  Civil  War  was  a  signal  for  issuing  so-called  patriotic  and  partisan 

packs  of  cards.  A  pack  of  'Picture  Playing  Cards'  showing  portraits  of 
Union  generals  was  made  by  M.  Nelson  in  New  York  in  1863.  A  Con- 

federate pack  was  made  in 

^*^L  London,  by  Goodall,  the  backs 
Hfk  ;^Jf^     being  decorated   with  Con- 

federate flags.  An  American 

issue,  evidently  to  counteract 

these,  displays  the  Stars  and 
Stripes  as  its  back  design. 

'Union  Playing  Cards,'  made 

by  the  American  Card  Com- 
pany, 14  Chambers  Street,  and 

165  William  Street,  New  York, 

in  1862,  have  for  their  red  suit 

signs  American  flags  and  stars, 
and  for  the  blue  suit  signs, 

shields  and  American  eagles. 

The  kings  are  infantry  officers 

in  full  dress,  the  queens  god- 
desses of  liberty,  and  the  jacks 

artillery  commissioned  officers 

in  fatigue  uniform. 
Andrew  Dougherty  also 

made  a  pack  of  Civil  War 

cards,  which  he  called  'Army 

and  Navy  Cards.'  The  suit 
signs  are  drummer  boys  and 

zouaves  for  the  red  suits,  and  the  blue  suits  are  the  Monitor  and  the  Merri- 

mac.  The  court  cards  are  caricatures  in  the  costumes  of  the  day.  Each

ARMY  AND  NAVY  CARDS  OF  THE  CIVIL  WAR  DAYS 
MADE  IN  NEW  YORK  IN  1865 

The  cards  shown  are  the  jack  and  four  of  zouaves,  the 
ace  of  drummer  boys,  and  the  three  of  monitors 
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New  York.'  And  one  of  them,  in  addition,  the  words  4 To  Commemorate 

the  greatest  event  in  naval  history,  the  substitution  of  iron  for  wood.' 
These  cards  were  made  in  1865. 

Another  war-time  card  game  is  'The  Game  of  Battles.'  It  must  have 

run  through  several  editions,  as  the  box  is  lettered  'Second  series.  The 

Game  of  Battles.  North  and  South.  1861-62-63.'  At  the  top  of  each  of 
the  fifty-two  cards  is  either  the  Stars  and  Stripes  or  the  Confederate  flag. 
Below  is  the  name  of  the  battle  in  which  the  followers  of  the  flag  were 
victorious,  the  date  and  statistics.  There  are  two  cards  covered  with  num- 

bers, and  one  card  of  'Improved  Directions'  for  playing  the  game. 
Up  to  the  time  of  the  Civil  War  it  was  necessary  to  keep  cards  in  card 

presses  when  not  in  use,  to  prevent  their  curling  up.  It  is  said  that  during 

the  war  President  Lincoln  summoned  Andrew  Dougherty  to  Washington 

and  asked  his  advice  in  regard  to  the  best  and  most  effective  way  of  raising 

more  revenue  for  the  Government.  Mr.  Dougherty  and  the  President  were 

in  conference  for  some  time.  Mr.  Dougherty's  son  William,  a  boy  of  ten, 
accompanied  his  father.  He  sat  watching  Mr.  Lincoln  while  he  talked. 

When  the  father  and  son  were  coming  away,  Mr.  Lincoln  put  his  big  hand 

on  the  little  boy's  small  one  and  said,  '  I  hope  you'll  live  to  be  as  good  a 

man  as  your  father.' 
In  1872,  Andrew  Dougherty  built  a  new  factory  at  76-80  Centre  Street, 

and  it  was  not  until  1896  that  he  transferred  his  business  to  his  three  sons. 

The  cards  from  the  Centre  Street  factory  are  double  heads,  but  at  first 

they  seldom  have  indices.  When  they  do,  and  when  the  corners  are 

rounded  instead  of  square,  another  innovation,  both  facts  are  mentioned 

on  the  wrapper.  The  eagle  wrapper  is  still  used,  as  well  as  the  English 

Moguls  and  Harrys.  The  Steamboat  wrapper  is  also  used.  With  the  in- 

dexed cards,  a  fifty -third  card,  the  'Jolly  Joker,'  is  included,  but  this  was 
also  more  or  less  of  a  novelty.  The  backs  are  usually  conventional  designs, 

but  with  none  of  the  merit  of  the  English  ones. 
It  was  not  until  the  late  seventies  that  indices  came  into  common  use  on 

English  and  American  cards.  Indeed,  nearly  ten  years  later  unindexed 
cards  are  still  found. 

In  America,  the  two  large  companies,  the  New  York  Consolidated  Card 

Company  and  Andrew  Dougherty,  issued  indexed  cards,  the  former  under 

the  name  of  'Squeezers,'  the  latter  under  the  name  'Triplicate.'  A  tacit 
understanding  between  the  two  about  sales  territory  is  commemorated  in 

a  card  back  of  1877,  showing  two  bulldogs  straining  at  their  leashes  in 

front  of  their  respective  houses.  On  the  collar  of  one  is  '  Squeezer ' ;  on  the 

other,  'Trip.' 

Andrew  Dougherty's  Triplicate  playing  cards  have  a  specially  designed 
ace,  and  the  wrapper  shows  this  design  as  well  as  a  picture  of  the  factory.

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The  unindexed  cards  are  still  called  'Excelsior.'  A  pack  of  these,  with 

round  corners,  is  in  a  Mogul  wrapper,  marked  'Jones  &  Co.  London. 

Exportation.'  About  1880,  the  name  'Triplicate'  was  changed  to  'Indi- 
cators,' to  mean  indexed  cards. 

Besides  the  cards  exported  to  London,  there  is  a  Spanish  edition  in  1882, 

in  all  respects  like  those  made  in  Spain  at  the  time,  except  that  they  bear 

the  Dougherty  name.  A  later  edition,  called  '  Spanish  American  Playing 

Cards,'  are  the  usual  American  playing  cards,  with  a  blue  line  forming  a 
border  around  the  edge  of  each  card. 

An  injunction  was  granted  against  a  '  Dorrity  Playing  Card  Manufac- 

turing Company'  for  infringement  on  the  Dougherty  trade-marks  and 
name. 

When  the  joker  is  included  with  the  cards  not  indexed,  it  is  called  'The 

Best  Bower,'  the  name  also  used  by  the  New  York  Consolidated  Card 
Company.  Euchre,  which  had  come  to  America  years  before  with  French 

colonists,  was  a  popular  game  at  the  time.  In  playing  it,  the  knaves  of  the 

trump  suit  and  the  other  suit  of  the  same  color  were  called  'Bowers,'  and 

the  joker  or  '  Best  Bower'  was  the  highest  card  of  all.  Progressive  euchre 
is  said  to  have  first  been  played  in  Cincinnati  at  the  Mount  Auburn  home 
of  Mr.  William  T.  Irwin. 

The  story  of  the  New  York  Consolidated  Card  Company's  cards  is  very 

similar  to  that  of  the  Dougherty  Company's.  They  used  two  types  of  aces 
to  indicate  quality.  The  most  common  wrapper  is  one  showing  a  conven- 

tional design  of  their  own  and  a  picture  of  the  factory,  though  Steamboat 

wrappers  are  to  be  found.  Their  special  back  designs  are  interesting.  One 

shows  a  portrait  of  Mary  Anderson  at  the  height  of  her  popularity.  An 

edition  of  1885  shows  a  portrait  of  President  Garfield,  and  one  of  1887,  in 

honor  of  Queen  Victoria's  Golden  Jubilee,  has  a  beautifully  lithographed 
portrait  of  the  Queen  at  the  time  of  her  coronation. 

A  special  edition  of  'American  Playing  Cards,'  at  the  time  of  the  Paris 
Exposition,  have  court  cards  picturing  the  reigning  families  in  Great 

Britain,  Germany,  Austria,  and  Italy.  Their  club  cards  and  'Harmonie 

Solo  Karten'  use  the  old,  old  designs  of  the  Cohens  and  Harts.  In  1882, 

there  is  an  edition  of  '  Gem  Squeezers '  a  supposedly  improved  index,  with 

a  new  ace  of  spades.  There  is  also  an  issue  of  cards  with  'Patent  Suit 

Signs.'  'Foster's  Self  Playing  Bridge  Cards'  are  another  novelty,  which 
were  also  made  by  Dougherty.  There  are  also  Spanish  cards  made  by  the 

Consolidated  Card  Company. 

At  the  time  of  the  Civil  War  there  was  also  an  '  American  Card  Com- 

pany,' whose  name  is  on  their  ace  of  spades,  which  shows  the  old  eagle. 

The  Great  Mogul  wrapper  is  lettered  'Longley  Card  Company,  Cincin- 

nati,' and  the  five-cent  revenue  stamp  is  marked  '1862.'  The  cards  are

These  cards  and  chips  were  designed  for  travelers,  as  is  evidenced  by  the  wrapper  and 
the  design  of  the  card  backs 

coarsely  printed  double  heads.  A  similar  pack  has  a  joker,  picturing  a  tiger, 

and  lettered  'The  Paper  Fabrique  Company's  Highest  Trump  Card.' 
About  ten  years  later  there  are  cards  in  a  Steamboat  wrapper  made  by 

the  Card  Fabrique  Company,  of  Middletown,  Ohio.  On  the  back  of  the 

wrapper,  the  name  appears  as  the  4  Globe  Playing  Card  Company,  Middle- 

town.'  The  Globe  Card  Company,  manufacturers,  No.  78  Hawley  Street, 
Boston,  made  round  playing  cards  in  1874,  the  hearts  printed  in  red,  clubs 

in  green,  spades  in  black,  and  diamonds  in  yellow. 

There  is  also  a  pack  of  the  usual  playing  cards  of  this  time,  bearing  the 

name  of  the  Eagle  Card  Company  on  the  ace  of  spades  and  the  Steamboat 

wrapper,  but  the  revenue  stamp  is  lettered  'Paper  Fabrique  Co.'  The 

joker  is  a  'Heathen  Chinee'  in  color. 
Other  card-makers  of  the  seventies  are  the  Sterling  Card  Company, 

Vesey  Street,  New  York  ;  Victor  E.  Mauger,  of  New  York,  whose  designs, 

in  both  cards  and  wrappers,  resemble  the  English;  an  1876  edition  of  his 

cards  is  in  honor  of  the  Centennial  at  Philadelphia ;  the  Continental  Card 

Company  in  Philadelphia ;  the  United  States  Card  Company  of  New  York, 

whose  cards,  issued  soon  after  the  close  of  the  war,  show  a  portrait  of 

President  Lincoln  on  the  ace  of  spades. 

In  1881,  Russell,  Morgan  and  Company  issued  their  first  pack  of  cards. 

An  addition  had  been  built  to  their  Printing  Factory  on  Race  Street,  Cin-

cinnati,  and  machines  installed  for  the  making  of  cards.  This  new  busi- 

ness flourished,  and  two  years  later  it  was  necessary  to  move  to  a  larger 

factory  on  Lock  Street.  In  1891,  the  corporate  name  of  the  company  was 

changed  to  the  United  States  Printing  Company,  at  which  time  the 

company  was  engaged  in  the  manufacture  of  colored  show  posters,  colored 

labels,  and  playing  cards.  In  1894,  the  United  States  Plpying  Card 

Company  was  incorporated.  Their  next  move  in  1900  was  to  their  present 
site  in  Norwood. 

They  began,  in  1881,  by  making  six  grades  of  cards,  and  the  names  for 

these  are  interesting  because  there  is  an  absolute  breaking  away  from  the 

traditional  names  that  had  clung  to  the  English  and  later  to  the  American 

cards  for  more  than  a  hundred  years.  These  new  and  purely  American 
trade  names  were:

In  1885,  their  competitors  in  the  East  brought  out  two  popular  brands  of 

cards,  the  Consolidated  calling  theirs  'Mascot'  and  Dougherty  naming 

his  '  Tally-ho '  for  the  four  in  hands  that  were  the  acme  of  smartness  in 
those  days. 

These  were  also  the  days  of  the  high-wheeled  bicycles,  and,  because  they 

were  even  newer  and  faster  than  the  high-wheeled  carts,  the  United  States 

Playing  Card  Company  chose  the  name  4  Bicycle '  as  their  emblem  and  it 
has  remained  exclusively  theirs,  for  one  of  their  grades  of  cards,  for  more 

than  forty  years. 

Other  American  cards  characteristic  of  the  eighties  are  two  games  of 

baseball  playing  cards.  One  was  issued  in  Boston  in  1884.  The  backs  pic- 
ture a  baseball  diamond  w  ith  players  and  spectators  in  the  costume  of  the 

day,  while  the  faces  of  the  cards  show  balls  and  players;  another  series 

made  in  New  York  in  1888,  consisting  of  seventy-two  cards,  shows  a  ball 

player  of  one  of  the  eight  great  American  teams  on  each  card. 

There  were  also  political  playing  cards  published  in  New  York  by  A.  H.

Caffee  in  1887  and  1888,  whose  court  cards  were  caricatures  of  leading 

political  figures.  Benjamin  Harrison  and  Grover  Cleveland  are  the  kings 

of  hearts  and  spades.  These  are  very  similar  to  the  political  playing  cards 

published  in  England  at  the  same  time. 

There  have  also  been  many  series  of  transformation  cards  similar  to  the 

English  ones.  'The  Eclipse  Comic  Playing  Cards'  were  made  in  1876  by 
F.  H.  Lowerre;  in  1879,  Tiffany  and  Company,  also  in  New  York,  pub- 

lished a  delightful  series  called  'Harlequin  Playing  Cards'  which  were 
designed  by  C.  E.  Carryl.  During  the  eighteen-eighties  several  packs  of 
transformation  cards  were  issued  as  advertisements. 

The  United  States  Playing  Card  Company  have  never  caricatured  men 

in  public  office  in  any  country,  nor  the  serious  events  in  any  part  of  the

world.  In  1900,  they  were  awarded  the  Grand  Prix  at  the  Paris  Expo- 
sition. 

The  use  of  special  editions  of  playing  cards  as  advertisements,  by  manu- 
facturers of  other  products  in  America,  is  a  long  and  interesting  story  in 

itself,  which  had  its  beginning  in  the  sixties. 

Another  curious  edition  of  the  eighties  was 

a  pack  of  playing  cards  called  4  Geographical 

Euchre,'  published  in  1886,  and  giving  statistics 
concerning  all  of  the  States  and  Territories. 

At  the  time  of  the  World's  Fair  in  Chicago, 
in  1893,  several  packs  of  cards  were  issued 

picturing  the  Exposition  buildings.  There  have 

been  many  series  of  fortune-telling  cards,  the 
ideas  of  most  of  them  being  borrowed  from  the 

old  Le  Normand  cards.  Of  the  cards  for  foreign 

countries,  some  of  the  packs  destined  for  use  in 

Mexico  and  South  America  show  the  most  in- 

teresting and  original  development,  and  a  pack 

of  Japanese- American  cards  is  novel. 

Playing  cards  made  of  aluminum  were  an  ex- 
periment tried  in  1901,  and  Spanish  War  cards, 

whose  case  was  in  the  form  of  a  knapsack  with 

small  chips  stored  in  the  roll,  are  of  course  for  the  great  American  game  of 

poker. Roulette  cards  and  chess  cards  have  also  been  made  in  America.  The 

usual  packs  of  fifty -two  cards  '  for  playing '  have  been  made  in  all  sizes  — 
from  toy  cards  one  quarter  by  three  eighths  inch  to  the  large  show  cards

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seven  and  three  eighths  by  ten  and  three  eighths  inches,  and  with  infinite 
variations. 

Besides  these  there  are  the  souvenir  cards,  picturing  different  parts  of 

the  country  in  series  of  photographs.  The  face  of  the  card  is  taken  up  by 

the  picture,  only  the  indices  in  the  corners,  marking  it  as  a  4  card  for  play- 

ing.' The  photographic  work  is  wonderfully  well  done  and  the  backs  often 
have  real  merit.  In  looking  at  these  it  is  interesting  to  remember  those 

geographical  games  of  the  seventeenth  century  that  were  made  in  France, 

Germany,  Italy,  and  England.  After  all,  these  souvenir  cards  are  only  a 

modern  presentation  of  the  old  idea,  produced  with  all  the  resources  of 

to-day.  Perhaps  in  another  three  hundred  years  these  cards  will  be  as 

great  curiosities  as  the  older  ones  are  to  us. 

Many  pictorial  card  games  have  also  been  made  which  have  as  definite 

a  charm  for  children  of  to-day  as  their  predecessors  probably  had  for  the 
children  of  earlier  generations  and  older  lands.  The  first  and  most  famous 

of  the  educational  cards  were  the  fifteenth-century  Italian  tarot  series. 
Then  came  the  cards  of  Thomas  Murner  in  Cracow,  and  then  those  of 

Jean  Demarests,  which  were  to  interest  his  young  king,  Louis  Quatorze,  in 

the  geography  of  the  world  he  lived  in  and  its  story.  These  modern  games 

are  based  on  precisely  the  same  idea,  and  we  come  back  to  the  conclusion 

that,  in  spite  of  their  great  variety, '  cards  for  playing '  have  changed  little 
in  all  of  these  hundreds  of  years.

'This  little  book  being  very  rare  must  not  be  separated  from  the  whole  pack  of 
playing  cards  engraved  by  Giuseppe  Maria  Mitelli.  The  rarity  of  both  (book  and 
cards)  consists  in  this,  that  in  the  year  1725,  in  which  year  it  was  printed,  it  was  also 
prohibited  the  preserving,  as  the  use  and  sale  of  it  were  also  prohibited  under  the 

penalty  of  from  seven  to  ten  years'  imprisonment  for  the  people  and  of  five  years' 
banishment  to  the  Forte  Urbano  for  the  nobility.  Observe  the  work  "  Memorie  "  con- 

cerning the  history  of  the  calculation  by  the  Commendatore  Conte  Leopold  Cico- 
gnara  —  Prato  Giachetti  1831  in  8  with  Atlante  —  where  at  page  138  he  wishes  to

This  rare  book  -affords  evidence  of  the  elaborate  use  of  playing  cards  for  divinatory 
purposes  early  in  the  sixteenth  century.  The  work  is  sought  by  iconophilists  for  its 
woodcuts  after  the  designs  of  Giuseppe  Porta,  or  Salviati,  which  are  ranked  among 
the  best  examples  of  the  Italian  wood  engraver  of  the  period.  Besides  the  frontispiece, 
it  contains  ninety-nine  woodcuts  which  are  emblematic  of  the  virtues  and  follies  of 
mankind  and  of  the  sayings  and  doctrines  of  the  ancient  moralists  and  philosophers. 

Under  each  design  there  are  explanatory  verses  in  triolets.  The  title-page  is  copied 
from  a  print  of  Marco  di  Ravenna  with  minor  alterations  in  detail,  as  the  tablet,  which 

in  the  print  is  quite  plain,  has  in  the  frontispiece  the  lettering  'Joseph  Porta,  Garfag- 
nino,'  and  the  open  book,  which  in  the  print  bears  astronomical  characters,  has  in  the 
copy  what  is  intended  as  a  page  of  Marcolini's  book.  The  cards  used  by  Marcolini 
are  the  king,  knight,  knave,  ten,  nine,  eight,  seven,  two  and  ace  of  denari,  and  the 
system  of  divination  is  described  in  the  preceding  pages.

The  origin  of  playing  cards  is  unknown,  although  the  best  historical 
scholarship  believes  that  they  originated  in  the  Far  East  and  came  to  Europe 
at  roughly  the  same  time  as  paper  money  and  gunpowder.  In  any  case  cards 
were  widespread  in  early  14th-century  France,  while  the  modern  four  suits, 
which  replaced  the  earlier  tarot  sets,  appeared  in  the  early  15th  century.
