How to Use this Book
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The Simple Tarot is designed to make learning (and using) the tarot simple and easy for everyone.

There is no right or wrong way to use this book. There is only YOUR way.

This guidebook can be used with any tarot deck based on the Rider-Waite-Smith traditional tarot deck, which contains 78 cards divided into the Major Arcana and Minor Arcana. 

The Majors contain the first 22 cards (The Fool through The World) and each card represents a major archetype or life lesson.

The Minors describe everyday experiences, problems, and solutions. They are divided into four suits (Cups, Pentacles, Swords, and Wands). Each suit contains 10 numbered cards (Ace through Ten) plus four court cards (Page, Knight, Queen, and King).

Each card includes simple keywords, reversed meanings, and detailed sample readings for Love, Money, Health, Work, and Spirituality. 

A companion printed workbook, The Simple Tarot Journal, is available if you would like to record your own journey as you learn and use the cards.

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How to Read the Cards
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Tarot has a deep history, but these cards are yours. Use them to help you brainstorm ideas, solve problems, and coach yourself to new opportunities.

There is no right way or wrong way to read the cards. There is only YOUR way.

There are 78 different tarot cards and each card can be interpreted in multiple ways. Trying to memorize the meanings will take too long and doesn’t work anyway. Cheat your way to understanding by learning the patterns and symbols behind the cards. Use this book or any other resource you find helpful, including the tarot cheat sheet found at TheSimpleTarot.com.

You do not need to bless these cards. You don’t need to shuffle in a special way. You can flip the cards that are upside-down (reversed) so they are right-side-up. There is no right or wrong way. Do what works for you.

When you have a problem in your life, use the cards to brainstorm new options and new ways of thinking. Break old habits and patterns by pushing your own boundaries. 

Ask the cards a question and let them suggest an answer or new way of thinking. Go deeper than just Yes or No, and ask How, Why, and What-next based questions. The cards will tell you a story when read together, so try a tarot spread with multiple cards when you need to go deeper.

If you want to learn the card meanings and internalize their patterns, start integrating the cards into your daily life by pulling one card each day and recording your thoughts. Come back to it the next day to see how that card played out. What did you see? What did you miss?

Persistence beats Resistance. Daily action is far more important than talent, intelligence, or ability. Repetition is key, both for learning the tarot card meanings and for personal growth.

If you need more guidance or are feeling especially lazy, use the Card of the Day at TheSimpleTarot.com to trigger your daily tarot habit.
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The Fool
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When you are wondering what will happen next, The Fool shows up to tell you something awesome (and totally unknown and unexpected) is about to happen. It's here to show you where you need to bring more fun, adventure, and playfulness into your life.

Traditionally, this card shows a young man blindly walking off the edge of a cliff, his face turned toward the sun. He's on his own private adventure and he doesn't have a clue about what's in front of him.

In one hand he carries a white rose (symbolizing his innocence) and the other hand holds a traveling hobo-bag (or man-purse-on-a-stick). His devoted little dog is following and they are striking out on an adventure.

The Fool is either the first or the last card of the Major Arcana, depending on how you choose to order your cards. It's given the number 0 (zero) and it both starts and completes the 22-card Hero's Journey through the major cards of the tarot.

The Fool is also known as "The Pioneer," "The Lunatic," and "The Foolish Man," which tells you a bit about the traditional meanings of this card. 

In its most positive readings, The Fool is about starting a new adventure with enthusiasm and fresh hope. In a negative sense, it can be read as being stuck in immaturity, self-delusions, and short-term thinking.

Overall, The Fool is optimistic, self-focused, and blind to reality. But he's also got a cute dog and a nice purse, so you know everything will work out just fine!

The Fool is a pleasure-seeking, playful, and sociable card. If you are looking for love, it's a great card to inspire your romantic adventure. Create your online dating profile, take some big social risks, and put your beautiful self out into the world. Your "one true love" might not show up quickly, but at least you're going to have fun searching for them!

If you are questioning your current romance, The Fool can be read as a person inexperienced in love (either you or your partner), or it can be read about the state of your relationship in general. 

Maybe you need to be more playful and bring the fun back into your partnership? Reconsider your romantic life as a crazy adventure and find new and exciting things to try together. 

Rekindle the spark that brought you together by playing games, asking questions, and finding a hobby or physical activity you can share.

The Fool Tarot Card Reading for Work

If you are starting (or want to start) a new job, career path, or professional interest, The Fool supports you. Great things will come if you set aside your fear and your past mistakes, and move in this new direction.

It's time to take a risk with your work. Ask for the raise, take on a new project, or start studying something you know absolutely nothing about.

You will trip and make a fool of yourself. And that's wonderful! We only grow through experience, and The Fool is sending you on an adventure to gain the knowledge and confidence you need for this new life.

The Fool Tarot Card Reading for Health

If you are starting (or thinking about starting) a new health, nutrition, or exercise plan, The Fool is here for you! It's going to be a great adventure if you throw yourself into it. It's a fresh start, and you can put every health disappointment or failure behind you and begin again.

You may need more fun in your life. Even extreme introverts and natural hermits need to be connected to the greater world. All of your life's greatest lessons - and its most memorable events - will involve other people. The Fool can show you where to be more playful and social with others.

The Fool Tarot Card Reading for Money and Finances

The Fool is a risk-taking card. It's time to take a risk with your financial future and take a chance on a new adventure.

However, The Fool is also a crazy trickster and sometimes this card is a warning against being too foolish. 

It's tough to have it both ways! The answer may not be logical or follow conventional wisdom, so you must follow your insight and intuition. Be careful and only risk the money you can afford to lose. 

But spending on fun, adventures, and your social life may be what you need right now.

The Fool Tarot Card Reading for Spiritual Guidance

If you are questioning your life's purpose, you are like The Fool at the beginning of a grand spiritual adventure. This is a quest of self-discovery, with ups and downs continuing through the other 21 cards of the Major Arcana. 

It's a confusing time. You are so early in your journey that your destination is unknown and unseen. Right now, the path is unclear. 

And that's exactly as it should be. If you can see 100% of the steps ahead of you, you are on the wrong path. This well-trod path created by someone else is not your journey. You are blazing a new trail, completely in line with your own dreams, values, and vision.

You only need to see the next step in front of you. Once you take the first step, continue moving forward and follow the threads pulling you. You'll eventually reach clarity and understanding, and your true destination will be revealed.
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The Magician
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As The Fool begins his adventure through the tarot deck, The Magician is the first card he meets. This is why The Magician is numbered 1 (one), even though it's not the first card of the deck.

The Magician is in his garden, creating something magical. He is working with the four suits of the tarot (the cup, pentacle, sword, and wand) to draw creative energy from above, channeling it through himself to bring it into being in the physical world. 

This is an active, outwardly-focused card. It is paired with The High Priestess card, which is The Magician's receptive and inwardly-focused magical counterpart.

The Magician is also known as "The Alchemist," the creator who makes something out of nothing. This card is about expressing your unique talents and turning them into something tangible in the world. 

Although it seems a bit woo-woo, this is a very practical card. The Magician guides you to create an environment, triggers, and routines to regularly and consistently bring yourself to a state of creative flow where you can make your own magic.

The Magician Tarot Card Reading for Love

The Magician can be a trickster in love, but this is a great card for lusty romances. It indicates a strong physical chemistry and the pure animal passion of attraction.

If you are looking to find or begin a new relationship, you will have to get out there and do the work. This is an active card. You are the one in control of your life and you are the only one capable of putting this goal into action. 

If you are in a relationship, you can no longer ignore your problems as a couple. You need to actively communicate your needs and desires, and be honest about what is working and what isn't. Together, if you are both willing to do the work, you can come together to solve your problems.

The Magician Tarot Card Reading for Work

When this card shows up, you are being told to use your natural skills and talents to shine. This is not the time to hide behind a mask, hold back your awesomeness, or promote someone else's agenda.

Your power and your passion are ready to be unleashed without limits. You've got this!

This is an active card, so set up the systems, routines, habits, and support you need to be your shiniest, boldest, and most creative self.

The Magician Tarot Card Reading for Health

Are you at the beginnings of a quest for better health and fitness? You absolutely have the ability to accomplish your goals. This transformation is completely within your power.

What are your natural skills and talents? Strengthen your strengths and forget your weaknesses, at least for now. Throw all of your energy into the interests and activities where you have natural talents and passions. Double down on what you love.

If you are struggling with your health, seek out answers. Sitting around, passively waiting for things to change will not work. If you continue to ignore the problem, it will get worse so you must address it today.

The Magician Tarot Card Reading for Money and Finances

Money, abundance, and wealth are all infinite. There is always more. You already have everything you need to get everything you desire.

It's time to manifest your visions into reality. Combine your unique talents with focused creativity to bring tangible things into the world. Money will come to you when you get extremely clear about pouring your you-ness into what you create and share. Don't copy or model your actions on anyone else. Create what only you can create.

It is your responsibility to share your unique talents and gifts with the world. You can't hide and expect to be successful. In return, the Universe will support and reward your creativity, integrity, and generosity.

The Magician Tarot Card Reading for Spiritual Guidance

Spirituality is the act of rising above yourself to feel a greater connection to the whole. When you are The Magician in your own life, you connect yourself to the Universe and all others within it.

Every single thing you are searching for is already within you. You already have everything you need to reach your biggest goals and dreams. While it may seem you are missing elements, they are only hidden. 

You contain magic and this magic flows through you in every moment of every day. It is your job to actively channel this magic (or creativity or Source Energy or whatever you call it) from the Universe through your unique self and out into the world. The world needs more of what only you can create and give.
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The High Priestess
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The High Priestess tarot card shows a beautiful woman sitting on a throne between two pillars, with a crescent moon crown and a giant crescent moon at her feet.

This card represents the inner wisdom deep within all of us. It is also known as "The Wise Woman" card. It is a receptive, inwardly-focused card with hints of mystery and deep secrets.

There is wisdom within each of us. Wisdom comes from our past mistakes, lessons, and experiences, but it also comes from deeper within us, encoded into our humanity by thousands of years of existence. The High Priestess card represents that deeper understanding.

When you see this card, something - possibly many things - remains hidden. There is a mystery here and it can only be uncovered by trusting your instincts and intuition.

This card is paired with The Magician, the active and outwardly-focused card that precedes it in the Major Arcana.

The High Priestess Tarot Card Reading for Love

If you are single and looking for love, The High Priestess guides you to go within yourself to find what you really desire. Are you looking for a committed relationship with a true partner or some no-strings fun with a handful of wonderful people? Or a mix of both? All answers are perfectly okay, but only one of them is the right answer for you.

In a relationship, The High Priestess calls for you to trust your "feminine" instincts. Be receptive to the love you are being given and give open-hearted love in return.

In all relationships (not just romantic ones), keep the secrets you are given and don't go blabbing or gossiping about somebody else's business. Being a secret-keeper is an honor, so be worthy of that responsibility by keeping your pretty mouth shut.

The High Priestess Tarot Card Reading for Work

At work, things may not be what they seem. Something about this situation remains hidden and it might not come to the surface for awhile (if it ever does).

Even if you don't have all the information you need, you already know the answer. Go within yourself and let your intuition and instincts guide you. Control your ego and let yourself be open, receptive, and generous. Protect your work with strong boundaries, but let kindness lead.

If you are looking for a new career direction, spend time going deep within yourself to investigate your past, your patterns, and your secret desires. If money, age, experience, and fear weren't considerations, what would you really want to try?

The High Priestess Tarot Card Reading for Health

This is the card of mysteries, secrets, and hidden information. If you are struggling with your health, get a full physical exam from head to toe, including blood tests and whatever else you need to get a true and complete picture of your health. 

Good health isn't only about our physical bodies. Take care of your emotional and psychological health as well. Find a good therapist who can help you navigate the wilds of adulthood. Invest in becoming an expert on yourself.

The High Priestess Tarot Card Reading for Money and Finances

When it comes to financial decisions, something remains hidden from your understanding. Do not make rash decisions without fully understanding the consequences. Be careful of who you trust and always trust your own instincts.

This is not a time for big expenses or risky investments. Instead, build a solid foundation by creating an emergency fund, paying off debts, and insuring the things that are important to you. This may not sound sexy or exciting, but the security and comfort that comes when you no longer worry about money is the ultimate aphrodisiac.

The High Priestess Tarot Card Reading for Spiritual Guidance

The High Priestess is the deepest of your spiritual guides. She shows you the mysteries of your subconscious and helps you give a voice to your instincts.

Your subconscious speaks to you through your dreams. Keep a notebook by your bed and record your dreams immediately after waking up. Take note of any patterns or messages from your subconscious when you are dreaming and translate them into your daily life.
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The Empress
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The Empress tarot card shows a beautiful woman wearing a crown of twelve stars. She's lounging in her abundant garden. A waterfall flows from the background into a field of wheat in front of her.

The Empress stares boldly at you, welcoming you into her space. This is the card for fertility and abundance, and for the lusty Earth energy of sensual pleasures.

This card often shows up in tarot readings about family and fertility matters. The Empress strongly indicates fertility, pregnancy, and very positive partnership and parenting skills.

In addition, this is a great card for initiating creative projects. 

The Empress is the "Earth Mother" who gives birth to all of your wishes and dreams. She represents all things motherly (from an ideal mother sense) and she is paired with the masculine father-figure of The Emperor. (NOTE: The Empress represents an ideal mother, not necessarily your mother).

The Empress tarot card symbolizes and represents the characteristics of sensuality, femininity, abundance and pleasure. However, when you see this card in a tarot reading it may indicate an actual woman in your life who plays the role of a maternal guide, domestic partner, or creative mentor.

The Empress Tarot Card Reading for Love

This is a very positive card for a long-term and traditional romantic relationship. If you desire a happy marriage, family, and/or babies - this is a great card for you.

But it's also a great card if you are looking for more of the sensual side of love. Bring out your playful sensuality and creativity to your love life. Learn how to take care of your own pleasure and practice enjoying the fun bits of intimate connection with a partner (or a few).

Be careful, though! This is an extremely positive card for fertility and pregnancy, so keep it wrapped if you don't want babies.

The Empress Tarot Card Reading for Work

The Empress births new projects in an abundant garden. But gardens take work. They don't happen on their own. Be prepared to plant the seeds, tend your garden, and work for the harvest.

She'll provide the abundant harvest, but only with your desire, dedication, work and direction. The work doesn't need to be drudgery (in fact, it shouldn't be!), but The Empress only works when you do.

This is a great card if you're looking to start or grow a creative project, either professionally or as a side hustle. The Empress LOVES creativity and artistic endeavors.

The Empress Tarot Card Reading for Health

Abundant health will be yours if you take the action to make it so. The Empress demands you put in the work before you can harvest the fruits of your labor.

So, yes, you'll have to eat well and in moderation, and you'll have to exercise in a way that pleases you. When you take care of yourself, The Empress will deliver.

If you're stuck, think of The Empress in her garden. Eat lots more vegetables at every meal and spend as much time as you can outside in a beautiful, natural place. You'll get to lounge like her after you've done the work of planting the seeds and maintaining them daily.

The Empress Tarot Card Reading for Money and Finances

When you want more money, resources, energy, time, or whatever you desire, The Empress will help you get it. But heed the advice above about work. You need to put in the effort before your efforts will be matched with abundance from The Empress.

You can't sit around waiting for things to happen. The Empress requires action, creativity, and initiative before she'll deliver. 

But if you do the work aligned with your natural talents and passions in a way that benefits others, The Empress wants nothing more than your abundant success. She - and the Universe - will reward you financially and in all other ways.

The Empress Tarot Card Reading for Spiritual Guidance

Spiritually, The Empress reminds you of the importance of the sensual pleasures of life. Yes, they're fleeting, but that's exactly why they need to be appreciated.

Don't sacrifice the enjoyments of connection and sensual delight in your quest to become enlightened and spiritually whole. 

Our relationships can be our biggest challenges and teachers. Becoming vulnerable and intimate with others is an excellent way to understand your own desires, fears, and patterns. It also lets you practice the spiritual lessons you've learned. Create a supportive and loving circle of friends and grow together.
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The Emperor
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The Emperor is the "father figure" of the tarot cards, partnered with the motherly Empress. This card represents active, outwardly-focused energy of vision combined with discipline and perseverance. 

Traditionally, this card shows an older man sitting on a throne carved with rams, staring boldly ahead. He sits more solidly than any of the King court cards and confronts your gaze directly. The Emperor won't back down.

He's the person you want in your reading, or in your life, when you are looking for practical, logical, and steady guidance. There's nothing wild here - it's all solid ambition, discipline, and honest hard work.

This card arrives when it's time to take hands-on, practical action toward your ambitious goals. 

You MUST do the hard work required to see success. Half-measures won't do. You must commit to your dreams, with discipline, passion, and strategy.

Occasionally, this card indicates an actual person in your life who has the role of father figure, boss, or protector.

The Emperor Tarot Card Reading for Love

This is a positive card for love, especially if you are looking for a relationship with a solid and stable person you can count on and respect at all times.

Build the strong foundations of all of your relationships through trust, commitment, and respect and you will be rewarded.

If you are having difficulties in your relationship, return to the basics of trust, love, and respect. Are you telling the truth? (You can't have trust without being trustworthy). Are you fully committed or do you have one foot out the door? Are you treating yourself with respect? Without the basics, your relationship will falter.

The Emperor Tarot Card Reading for Work

The Emperor has one message for you and you must follow it. Do the work. Do the work. Do the work. 

Be strategic in how you approach problems. Take the time to plan and build a strong base of daily actions.

This is a hands-on and practical card, but the focus is on creating the stability and security of a solid foundation.

Don't think of this as drudgery, though! The Emperor knows exactly what he wants and is passionately committed to accomplishing it, no matter how much fear, hard work, or idiotic problems stand in his way. This is his quest and he's fully committed to doing the work required.

The Emperor Tarot Card Reading for Health

Again, this is a Do The Work card. If you want to see gains in your health or fitness, you can't wish for it or make plans. You must take action even when you don't want to. You can never give up.

Don't bother following the latest fad diet or buying a new fitness gadget. Your health will improve if you go back to implementing the basics.

Clean the junk out of your cupboards. Write down everything you eat. Walk more and sit less. 

Don't search for better, simpler, or faster options. You already know what to do. 

Now do it, every damn day. No excuses.

The Emperor Tarot Card Reading for Money and Finances

You already know what to do, but now you actually need to do it.

Create a budget you can follow. Then follow it. Write down every penny as it enters or leaves your life. 

Pay yourself first by having at least 5% of your income automatically withdrawn from your paycheck. Use the "Save More Tomorrow" system of 5% seems like too much right now.

Eliminate debt from your life. All of it. Even the "sensible" kind.

No, it's not sexy, but it sure is effective. The guidance from The Emperor isn't about fast, easy, or creative ways to make money. Bringing in more money isn't the solution. (Not yet anyway).

You're not ready for new money yet. First, you need to be responsible for what you already have. Until you can treat your current finances with respect, the Universe will see no reason to entrust you with more.

The Emperor Tarot Card Reading for Spiritual Guidance

Handling the practical and mundane activities of life (your work, your health, your money, etc.) are necessary before you can master the spiritual. If you don't take care of the boring-but-necessary basics, they will always be distractions that take you away from your higher purpose.

It's almost impossible to be your highest and best self when you are in pain, fearing the debt collectors, and hating your job. The Emperor understands this and wants you to take care of your practical, daily problems so you will have the strength and energy to move on to bigger things.

Master the mundane. Do the work - both the practical outer work and the necessary inner work of changing your mindset.
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The Hierophant
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The Hierophant tarot card represents conventional society, authority figures, and doing things the "right" way. 

For people, especially the wild and unconventional rebels who follow the tarot's path, this pushes buttons.

Traditionally, The Hierophant card shows a man in a crown and robe with a scepter. He's not a king. It's clear he's a religious figure on a throne in front of two supplicants and with a set of crossed keys in between them. 

The Hierophant is sometimes called "The Pope" card, which perfectly describes its role in the tarot. It's the card of ceremony, convention, and religion. This card honors tradition and established rules.

This card can represent a teacher of divine wisdom or it can carry a lesson about your role in society. The Hierophant also shows up when you are feeling the need for social approval and want to fit in. 

Not all established rules and traditions are bad and sometimes it's better not to rock the boat. Especially when you're sitting in it!

It's natural to desire the acceptance and approval of the people you love. Being a member of a family, a community, and a society comes with certain (usually unstated) expectations and rules. This card represents those rules.

In a practical sense, this card could indicate a religious ceremony like a wedding or baptism.

If you are in or are looking for an unconventional relationship, things may get complicated. You or one (or all) of your partners may be worried about what other people will think or say about your choices. Be prepared for the fallout.

The Hierophant shows up as a reminder of the common good. Although following the rules may feel like servitude or captivity, right now it's best to follow society's conventional path.

The Hierophant leans toward conventional wisdom, so if you usually turn to alternative medicine or solutions, this is the time to get the opinion of someone more conventional. It's best to follow the established rules for now.

Learn from other people's mistakes when it comes to managing your money and don't take risks on the unknown. Read boring financial books with rich white dudes on the cover and follow their stodgy-but-effective advice. (Try Tony Robbins, Ray Dalio, and Warren Buffet to start).

It's best, at this time, to follow the established rules of money. Spend less than you earn, save for a rainy day, and make wise decisions with your resources.

Beware the need for social approval, however! Especially if it means trying to "keep up with the Jones." 

The Jones are deeply in debt, miserably anxious when bills come, and are looking enviously at you!

Think long and hard about how you really feel about money. So much of our conditioning comes from societal beliefs we may not actually agree with.

For example, if you believe the rich are all greedy and the poor are more generous and noble, where does your belief come from? How does it influence your actions?

At the heart of every religious tradition is an understanding of unconditional love and how that love is always stronger than fear. 

There is much to be learned from other religious and spiritual beliefs. This would be a good time to explore one (or more or all) of them deeply.

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Everyone loves The Lovers. This is the tarot card for true-love partnerships and long-term happy relationships.

In most traditional RW-based decks, The Lovers card shows a naked man and woman at the foot of the archangel Raphael, underneath a shining sun. (Raphael is the patron saint of healers, travelers, happy encounters, matchmakers, and the blind. Love is blind, after all).

You may be looking a new romance coming into your life, or you may be faced with making a choice between two very different situations. Either way, follow your heart.

This is sometimes called the "Romeo and Juliet" card, but that was a tragic and unhealthy relationship between children. Definitely NOT what this card is about! 

Instead, think of this is as the "Gomez and Morticia" card, because they really had it going on. They show each other total respect, acceptance, and support and have a mad-passionate-freaky relationship, too. 

But The Lovers is not a card about romantic love only. The Lovers represents a true, soul-level partnership where the personalities or elements are in total, healthy balance. This could be in a friendship, business partnership, or any place where two vibrant forces come together.

Along The Fool's journey through the Major Arcana, this is one of the first lessons: Two are stronger than one.

The Chariot
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The Chariot vroom-vroom-vrooms into a tarot reading with a message of power through focused and deliberate action.

Traditionally, this card shows a man in a covered cart being pulled by a pair of Sphinxes. He wears a crown of stars and his armor is decorated with moons and astrological symbols. 

The Chariot rides into the tarot right after the balanced partnership of The Lovers. When you have support, you're able to take action and tackle big challenges.

This lesson on The Fool's journey is about taking deliberate action now, even though you don't see the full path or even your destination.

You can't think, research, or plan your way to greater understanding. Taking action is the only way to learn more about yourself and your world.

It's time to move ahead. The way may not be crystal clear and you may not feel confident, but if you start with the first step, everything else falls into place. You will be able to adjust your course along the way.

Ultimately, you will experience victory. This is the time to move ahead with enthusiasm and commitment.

In a very literal interpretation, this card also indicates a journey or the purchase of an automobile.

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Strength
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In the RW-based tradition, the Strength tarot card shows a beautiful woman pressing the jaws of a lion closed. She has the infinity symbol over her head and she's wearing a belt of flowers.

This card, also known as "The Healer," takes the action-energy of The Chariot and adds in unconditional self-regard and centered confidence. Along The Fool's journey through the Major Arcana, this card represents the lessons you learn and the strength you gain when you understand and fully accept all aspects of yourself.

It's like you know, deep in your soul, that you have the inner strength to overcome any obstacle in your path.

Yeah, you'll be tested, but you don't even care. You've got this.

There might be lessons about trust and betrayal, friends and enemies, or the facade versus reality. But you have the courage and inner confidence to survive and thrive through them all.

In some tarot decks, this card is given the number 11 (eleven) instead of 8 (eight), swapping places with the Justice card.

Love is the key to being fearless and brave. Loving and being loved are a strong foundation for courage.

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The Hermit
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The Hermit tarot card is the card of solitude and withdrawal.

Traditionally, this card shows an old man holding a staff in one hand and a lit lantern in the other. It's a quiet and simple card with a powerful message.

When you are faced with a tough situation or difficult decision, The Hermit whispers, "You already have all of the answers you need. You just need to go deep within yourself to find them."

Along The Fool's journey through the Major Arcana, this is the lesson of trusting yourself. Maturity comes when you feel confident in your own voice. But before you gain that confidence and maturity, you must first learn what your voice has to say.

Hone your intuition through deep self-knowledge. Quiet contemplation, meditation, and removal from the stresses and hassles of your daily life will help you strengthen your intuition. When you go within yourself, you will find the solutions you are looking for.

This is a simple lesson and one that will repeat throughout your life. But simple doesn't mean easy, which is why this lesson will repeat itself again and again until you fully integrate it into practice.

Of course, not all luck is good, so the meaning of this card does depend on the other cards surrounding it. Regardless, if you get The Wheel of Fortune in a tarot card reading, your luck is about to change.

This card is sometimes called "the Gambler," because it deals with luck, fate, and other things outside your control.

In The Fool's journey through the Major Arcana, this card's lessons are about control. No matter how much you prepare or how hard you work, you can't always control the outcome. Sometimes you get lucky and sometimes luck is not on your side.

Traditionally, the Justice card shows a serious-looking woman seated on a throne holding a sword upright in one hand and a set of scales in balance in the other.

This card carries an obvious message about judgment and fairness. As a judge, the Justice card carries the heavy weight of representing the consequences of one's actions.

In a literal sense, this card anticipates a legal situation or judgment.

In some tarot decks, this card is switched with the Strength card and given the number of 8 (eight), placing it between The Chariot and The Hermit in the Major Arcana.

Align your financial decisions, even little ones like where you choose to buy lunch, with your values and integrity. Your money is power, so use it wisely.

Spirituality means different things for different people, but at the heart of any spiritual quest is a search for meaning. We are looking for our place and our purpose in the world.

The Justice card reminds you to use clear-headed thinking to judge your own behavior and choices, in large and small matters in your daily life.

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The Hanged Man
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The Hanged Man tarot card shows a man dangling upside-down from one ankle. A light, almost like a halo, radiates behind his head. Despite his uncomfortable position, he appears to be at peace with his situation. 

There is nothing struggling or sad about this card. In fact, The Hanged Man is very serene and accepting of this fate. 

Along The Fool's journey through the Major Arcana, this card represents the lessons learned when you take responsibility for your actions and then accept their consequences with grace. It represents the ultimate in letting go of what you can't control.

You need to release the tight grip you hold on your ideas and the situation at hand. That won't work anymore, so become the agent of change by making a sacrifice (i.e. by being the "better man") to break the old patterns.

When you feel betrayed, like a victim, or ashamed of your own actions, look at things from a different point of view. You need a change of perspective.

This card represents the first phrase of the Serenity Prayer, "Please grant me the serenity to accept the things I cannot change..." We can only control ourselves. Everything else we must release and accept with grace.

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The Death tarot card scares people. It's the card that elicits the most gasps and cringes when it comes up in a reading.

But the Death card is one of the most misunderstood cards in the deck. Traditionally, this card shows a skeleton on top of a horse, wearing armor and holding a flag. A religious man is appealing to Death and the dead and sick lay on the ground in front of him.

Despite the imagery, this card rarely has anything to do with actual, physical death. Instead, it's a card of rebirth. It's about change and letting go of the past to move on to something better.

Like the mythical Phoenix rising from the ashes, the Death card indicates one cycle is ending and another is beginning. There is a major transition happening where you must leave your old life and start something new.

In The Fool's journey through the Major Arcana, this card follows the sacrifice and acceptance of The Hanged Man and represents what happens after that sacrifice. Once you let go of what you can't control, you will be reborn into a place of clarity, acceptance, and action.

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Temperance
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The Temperance tarot card seems boring, especially sandwiched between the Death card and The Devil. But Temperance is about boring, gentle, and wonderful things, specifically the peace and comfort that surrounds you when your life is in balance.

Traditionally, the Temperance card shows the archangel Michael pouring liquid from one cup to another. One of his feet is on land and the other is dipping into the pool of water in front of him. He is perfectly balanced between both realms, patiently performing his endless task.

This card serves as a reminder to remain patient and go with the flow. You can't ever control a situation, but you can wait it out. You can't ever control other people, but you can be patient as they learn their own mistakes.

These are tough lessons to learn and even tougher to put into practice. The message of the Temperance card seems simple, but it is one of the strongest and most important cards in the deck.

In The Fool's journey through the Major Arcana, this card represents the lesson that change takes time. It's about acceptance, patience, and self-control.

Renewal and rejuvenation are coming, so don't go to extremes or force something to happen. Keep your focus on your values and don't let yourself be thrown off track by the influences of others, of your Ego, or of your base emotions.

This card is usually seen as a warning against obsessions, compulsions, and addictions. It is so easy to become a slave to the material and physical world. These desires can quickly turn toward greed, exploitation, and oppression.

Traditionally, this card card is visually similar to The Lovers. It shows a naked man and woman chained to a pillar. They are lorded over by a very large devil figure with bat wings, horns, and furry pants.

This isn't a negative card, though. You'll have to read the other cards around it to get a feel for the situation.

In a positive sense, you may need to start enjoying the pleasures of life. Let yourself become spontaneous and playful.

It might even be time to start exploring your deepest, naughtiest desires and participating in those pleasures without fear, shame, or excess.

When you're in bondage to your desires, it can isolate you and separate you from others. And it's so easy for shame, guilt, fear, and excess slip in when you feel different, wrong, or embarrassed.

Explore, express, and accept yourself - all of yourself - without shame. You can do this exploration within a relationship, within many relationships, or alone.

Are your dreams and desires only about financial or material success? If so, it's likely The Devil has taken over and made you a slave to your physical desires. You are a slave. You have created your own chains and you are the one who maintains them. Is this really how you want to live?

Money is good. So are fame and success. But when you let them rule your life at the expense of your happiness or the happiness of others, you're no longer in control.

The Devil card is a warning that your priorities are out of whack. Take control of your compulsive behaviors and free yourself from the limitations you are putting on yourself and your life.

This card is a strong indicator for addiction, obsession, and compulsive behaviors. Those are nothing to be ashamed of.

Really. Shame doesn't help. It isn't even real - it's a stupid belief you're carrying around that makes you feel even worse while you dig a deeper hole. 

If you're worried about any behavior that feels out of your control, it's time to ask for help. Go see a professional or talk with someone you trust. Say the words out loud. Follow their advice, even if it seems stupid or pointless. And stop isolating yourself - this isn't something you can do on your own.

Do you want to be more connected to your family? Spend your money on picnics in the park, vacations, board games, or whatever gets you hanging out together.

Find out what matters to you, then direct all your excess resources to it. It's your money. You get to make the rules.

The Devil card is your friend. He's a reminder there's more to life than feeling good. And while everyone really enjoys feeling good, it's not always what you need.

Short-term pleasures often run counter to long-term contentment. Neither is right or wrong, or better than the other, but be clear which one you are choosing and be willing to pay the "tax" with whatever choice you make.

It's important to explore the dark side of your desires, without fear, shame, or excess. You can't unconditionally love yourself if you won't acknowledge your shadow side. That "bad stuff" is as much a part of you as your compassion, your sense of humor, and your nose.

Once you explore, acknowledge, and accept ALL parts of yourself, you have more control over which parts you allow to play. 

You get to choose the forces that rule your life. For example, you don't let your nose make decisions or let it define you, do you? Then why should your addictions, compulsions, and obsessive behavior? Make peace with them, grab the reins, and move on.
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The Tower
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The Tower tarot card brings up strong emotions. It represents unexpected, unwanted, and unseen change. The Tower shows up when things are about to drastically change in your life.

Things are going to get worse before they get better.

The change is ultimately good, but some shit is about to go down before you get there. You are under attack from forces beyond your control or understanding. There is nothing you can do. 

It's an unexpected attack, so you won't see it coming and you can't prepare for it.

With such a scary and unwanted meaning, many people consider this to be a "negative" card. However, there aren't really any negative cards in the tarot deck. 

The Tower is necessary for change and growth. Ultimately, it has a powerful and inspiring message: there is something wonderful on the other side of this pain, but the only way out of this mess is to go through it.

In The Fool's journey through the Major Arcana, The Tower card represents the last of the major life lessons: you can't control everything and bad things happen to good people. That's a guarantee. Now, what are you going to do about it?

Definitely get a second opinion about any negative or questionable results and trust your gut. If something feels wrong, it probably is.

When it comes to losing weight or taking medications, be extremely cautious. You might be sold some snake-oil or other useless (or even harmful) solutions. Getting healthy - truly healthy - isn't quick or easy. Don't be swindled into believing otherwise.

Rarely, this card indicates actual physical violence or abuse.

The Tower card is sometimes called "the Liberator." It frees you from your chains, your past, your hopes, your expectations, and everything you thought you wanted.

You are being given the opportunity to start over and recreate yourself from scratch. What a wonderful opportunity!

Even though this card is an omen of unwanted change, everything about this change is ultimately good. A major, and necessary, shift in your perspective is coming. Be open to all ideas and everything else coming your way.

This will change your life. And you will (ultimately) be grateful. 
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The Star
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The Star tarot card is sometimes called "the fairy godmother" card, because it arrives to let you know everything is going to work out fine. This is very good news, especially after the upheaval of The Tower, which proceeds it.

In the Fool's Journey through the Major Arcana, The Star is paired with The Moon and The Sun. Together these three cards wrap up the climax of our quest and start to bring us back to where we started, only as completely changed individuals.

This card takes the turmoil of The Tower and turns that energy into renewal, hope, and peace. In the RW-based tradition, The Star shows a naked woman pouring one jug of water into a pond, while she pours another jug onto the ground. Eight stars shine down, lighting the world around her. 

Unlike the moon and the sun, the stars are lighting up the sky above us even when we don't see them. You don't need to believe in them to make them exist. They are always there, no matter what you think or do.

The Universe has your back in the same way that the stars shine during the day. You don't need to believe in the support of the Universe for it to exist. The support is always there, no matter what you think or do.

Have faith and believe that things are going to be okay, or even better than okay. They always have been and they always will be. 

Sometimes, The Star is a bit of a "show business" card, too. If you've ever wanted to see your name in lights, it's time to take center stage. Be authentically you and let your true light shine through.

The Moon tarot card follows the hope, faith, and trust of The Star, to point out things may not be as they seem. It's not about having blind faith. This is about the faith that comes from trusting and following your own values and intuition.

Be on the lookout for unseen problems, deceptions, and haters. You could easily let your imagination and subconscious take you to dark and unfriendly places, so keep your anxiety in check.

Proceed with caution and prudence, but always let your intuition be your guide. This card is a very strong call to trust yourself.

Pay attention to what isn't said or what isn't seen. Your imagination and creativity will guide you. 

Use a dream journal beside your bed to write down your dreams as soon as you wake. Your subconscious is trying to tell you something and your dreams are its language. Look for the patterns, memories, and flashes of inspiration that come to you at night.

In traditional RW-based decks, The Moon card shows a tame dog and a wild wolf howling at the moon. There's a water scorpion (or lobster or crawfish) climbing out of the water in front of them. The moon is combined with the sun and is centered between two towers.

As The Fool begins to wrap up his journey through the Major Arcana, The Moon (along with The Star and The Sun) represent the process of internalizing the lessons of the previous cards. While The Star is about trusting the Universe, The Moon is about trusting yourself.

Along The Fool's journey through the Major Arcana, this is a card of closure. You have fulfilled your purpose and goal. 

Now it's time to start another one. 

Sometimes that means beginning again with The Fool and traveling through the Major Arcana, either learning a new lesson or experiencing the same lesson at a deeper level.

And, sometimes, it means going on an adventure! This is a great card if you are want to take a long trip or relocate to another location. All signs are positive for your new adventure.

Not particularly good news, is it?

You can't predict what will happen in the future. You can only control how you act today. Take care of your body to prevent those traumas and know you will be strong enough to handle whatever comes your way.

The Three of Swords can also indicate more emotional trauma, the kind of pain caused by sorrow at the deepest level. This isn't physical pain directly, but it often results in pain in the body from trying to hold in the sorrow and process the loss.

The only way out of the pain is through it. You will have to feel it and you can't run away from it. But you can (and will) heal from this, so don't be afraid of your feelings.

Three of Swords Tarot Card Reading for Money and Finances

There is no good news here, financially-speaking. The Three of Swords is a card of loss and separation.

Think of the two swords as cutting through your finances, slicing into the heart of your assets and income. If you have built your finances on wishes and dreams, on hope, or on a house of cards, it's all going to fall apart now.

Do not focus on winning the lottery, getting rich, investing in something new, or dreaming about being rescued. Do not ignore your reality. All the lies will soon come out.

To be proactive, focus on protecting what you already have. Get brutally honest with yourself and the people who are affected by your financial situation. Make sure your money is well guarded and you are fully insured for any problems.

This is your problem and only you can fix it.

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Four of Swords
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The Four of Swords is your call to retreat into yourself for rest, meditation, and recovery. This is the card for seclusion and solitude (even more than The Hermit).

The traditional illustration of this card shows a knight "sleeping" on a sarcophagus. Three swords hang on the wall above him and one is next to him. It appears he is dead, but it's best to view him as resting. It's a rest so deep and still it seems like he's dead to the world.

When you are ready to recover from a loss or problem, this card lets you know it is time to retreat and recuperate.

It is your call to focus on a single task, which is the task of planning your next move. When you are ready to move forward, you'll have recovered the energy you need.

Occasionally, this card can indicate a funeral, or a hospital or rehab stay.

Retreat into yourself to explore your family background and patterns. Consider enlisting the help of a therapist or relationship counselor. Once you can come to terms with where you've been, you can finally move on to find the perfect relationship for you.

This doesn't have to be a month-long retreat to a cabin in the woods (although that's a wonderful idea if you can do it). 

Small daily actions, like meditating, journaling, or a media fast will give you the time and mental space to retreat from the world.

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The Five of Swords shows someone (you?) spoiling for a fight. You're in the war zone and this conflict can't be avoided.

Traditionally, this card shows a mean-looking man holding three swords, with two at his feet. He's looking over his shoulder at two defeated men walking away. There's something about his face that makes this guy look like a jerk.

The jerk might be someone in your life, or it might be YOU. If you find yourself playing the role of the bully, stop. There is a deeper fear or desire driving you. Deal with that deeper issue instead of taking your pain out on the people around you.

They have accepted the reality of their situation and their backs are turned on the past. They are facing their destiny while hopeful for the future.

When you are ready to leave your sorrows behind and start a new life, the Six of Swords is the card for you. You must look at things as they actually are, not as you wish them to be. Accept the reality of the situation, no matter how painful it is to admit the truth. Move on and don't look back.

Once you accept the reality of your situation and move on, the struggle will be over. The pain will be in your past. You are ready for something new, even though you don't know what the future holds.

This a very hopeful card. Once you take action to move toward your new future, you will have smooth sailing and things will change with ease.

In some cases, this card may indicate a literal move or relocation, or a short trip or vacation. If that's the case, you will likely travel over water.

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The Seven of Swords tarot card is about betrayal through trickery and dishonesty. Someone is being sneaky and is lying to you.

This card has a strong association with illicit affairs or divorce. This isn't a guarantee, but it is a warning.

Traditionally, the Seven of Swords shows a man stealing five swords, with two in the ground behind him. He's looking backward over his shoulder as he tip-toes away. 

In a modern sense, this card also points indicates gossip, spreading rumors or lies, or criminal behavior.

When you have someone gossiping about you, copying you, or hating on you in some way, it's rooted in jealousy. As much as their words and behaviors hurt, their judgmental and critical behavior actually says more about their wounds than it does about your choices.

It's cold comfort, but it may help you take the high road.

Many people mix up the Five of Swords with this card. They both have jerks doing stupid stuff with swords. Where the Five of Swords is about violence and betrayal, this card is about dishonesty and criminal activity.

This card can also meaning running away or giving up after half-assed effort. 

The Seven of Swords doesn't necessarily point toward other people. You may be the jerk who is gossiping, lying, or stealing. If that's the case, be prepared to have the truth come to light quickly. You will have to pay for the pain you've caused.

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Eight of Swords
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The Eight of Swords tarot card is about feeling trapped and helpless. When you are immobilized by fear, you must feel the fear as you take action anyway.

In the traditional RW-based deck, the Eight of Swords card shows a blindfolded and bound woman standing on a beach in the middle of eight swords. She's fenced in with nowhere to turn. She feels as if every choice or step forward will result in pain and she is blind to any other options.

This card has two interpretations, both related to feeling trapped. You are either trapped by fear or by your own unhelpful actions. 

Either way, you are in a self-imposed prison. You have been stuck, looping repetitive behaviors without learning the lessons you need to learn.

While there may be some interference from outside forces, it is likely all of your current problems are self-imposed. 

You have been hijacked by your limiting beliefs. Although the beliefs feel real, they are holding you back. The only way to get out of this situation is to take off your blindfold and see the reality of the situation. What you believe is not true. You must change your beliefs, which will allow you to change your thoughts, words, actions, and choices. Change must happen from the inside first.

Occasionally, this card indicates legal problems or actual imprisonment.

(And even if you did find this 'perfect' partner, would they consider you their equal if you aren't living up to your own standards? Ouch. The truth hurts, doesn’t it?)

If you are in a relationship, you may feel trapped. The only way to get through this rough patch is to honestly communicate your feelings and to respond to what is actually being said (not what you hope, expect, or fear).

You'll need to change something for things to change. Start with changing the things you can control immediately, such as your thoughts, the words you say, and the choices you make.

Eight of Swords Tarot Card Reading for Work

If you are feeling trapped in a job you do not enjoy, all of your limitations are self-imposed. You have many more options than you think.

To begin to see these possibilities, create a list of 10 alternate ways you could make money. Repeat this brainstorming list for 10 days. Do not limit yourself to "sensible" or "realistic" choices. Not only will you come up with many options for a new career, but you will have jump-started your creativity and opened your eyes to new ideas.

Study other people who have made radical life changes. Ask your personal and professional network if they know anyone who has followed the career path you are curious about, and then invite that person out for coffee or ask them for advice. 

You don't have to make a choice or a change yet. But you must realize you have options and the best way to do it is through creativity, imagination, curiosity, and following the paths shown by others.

Things will only change once you do. If you are feeling like your body has betrayed you due to illness or age, you will only be able to get past these limiting beliefs once you change your attitude.

To move forward, get past your fears and feelings of helplessness. The only thing holding you back is your self-imposed sense of reality. You don't need to be a victim of your past choices. 

Begin by thinking, "What if...?" in a positive way. For example, what if changing your diet was easy? What if your friends and family were 100% supportive? What if exercising gave you more energy? What if someone wanted to help you?

Surrender all your striving, control, and pushing. Ask the Universe (or God or whoever you trust) to give you the wisdom, strength, and compassion you'll need to accept and follow its guidance. You don't have to know everything. You just have to believe anything is possible and open yourself to receiving.
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Nine of Swords
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The Nine of Swords tarot card is about anxiety, sleepless nights, and worry. Taken even further, it becomes about nightmares, isolation, and depression.

Traditionally, this card shows a woman sitting up in bed, with her hands covering her face. It's the middle of the night and she is clearly upset. Nine swords are hung on the wall behind her.

There is nothing good or hopeful here, unfortunately. Everyone feels the grief of the Nine of Swords at some time in their life, but most of us want to move past it as quickly as we can.

Sometimes we can get wrapped in a whirlpool of anxiety, regrets, and worry. The stress and guilt associated with rehashing past decisions and difficult situations can result in illness, mental suffering, and unhappiness.

Occasionally, this card indicates a hospital stay or rehab.

This is someone (male or female) who radiates power. The Kind of Wands represents a self-starter with charisma, kindness, and creativity. This person will be intense, powerful, and intimidating.

This King commands you to see your own power. He is the master of his own life and knows everything happening to him has been caused by his thoughts, words, and actions. Everything. He wants you to learn the same.
