We realize so wel]l today the importance
of the Sun, for example, thut there are
many astrooomers whose entite job s to
keep close watch upon its blaging disk, pho-
tograph it almost continoously. with still
and movie cnmeras, and measure the timy
variations fn ils beat.

RED MAHS SWINGS UNUSUALLY CLOSE

The sky will be full of dramatic and m-
portanl events this vear and in the near
future, Muars, one of the two other planets
an which some astronomers suggest that life
of some sort may exist, will come closer to
the Earth on July 27, 1039 (36,000,000
mwiles), than it has been for 15 vears. This
event will provide a long-awaited oppor-

The giant mirrors of telescopes catch
iwht that started toward Earth from the
dlatant salaxies before the human race ex-
ister],  These ancient lght ravs tell s that
the tarthest reaches of the Universe contain
no materinls different from those in our own
bowliss smid onr planet.  Whao, then, can say
that man on his little Earth is insignificant ?

Seen from outside, the Earth would be
a wlobe colored about the sime blue os oor
sky, largely coveced by clouds ( Plate T).

Chathines of sotie continenis might be
distinguaishnble nt times, large patches of
green would appear as spring cume o,
fucing with autumn, and large white dreas
wiold swrround the poles in winter.

The Earth is built hke a golt bull, with
a core of nickel-iron, an outer laver of
hesvy rock, and o thin skin of |[|..,]'llr'r rock.
Oceans cover three-fourths of its. surface.

ITYPOTHETICAT

It i= certnin that the Earth, imber planets,
and the Sun are related, for all pre made of
the same mmterials,  Probably blg muasses
of pas somebow were ripped 0ff the Sum
and started circling around 11, Gradually
they comled and formed into the planets,
one of the smaller ones hecoming the Earth.
All this happened in the distant past, for
we know that the Earth's crust has heen
aolid Tor about two billion  years.

Perbiaps the planets had two parents, the
“mother” the Sun, and the “intheér™ an-
other star, hecording 1o the theory of [hs.
F.R. Moulton and T, O U hamberhin, The
“futher” «tdr, if such there wis, circled in
¢lose to the Sun, wrl possibly there was even
i shdeswiping collision.

In eithet case. While the two were clise
pogether great tides were raised on both
b thetr mutual aitraction.  Vast misses of
hot gas exiended out into the space hetween
therm. The “father” star did pot tarry,
i, as he pulled away, his gravitational at-
traction detached much hot gaseous matter
fromm the Sun.  Some of it Tollowed him
off inte space.  The rest began revolving
around the Sun.

aateroids, and meteors we e today. O
the planets may have been slowly built up
by the joining of smeiller fragments.

It may be, too, that the plinets were
born in o eatastrophic breakup of the San,
sivs 10r. Ross Gunn of the United States
Naval Resesrch Luboratory (Color Mlate
V), Atsome distant day when it was larger
than now, the Sun may have gotten to spin-
ning too fast to bold together. Some stars
today apparently are on the verze of such
a breakup,

First the spinning Sun developed  huge
bulges, according to this idea, making it
lopsided.  Then one of the bigger bulges
broke clean away. At the sime time, tides
were taised on both the {ragments, and
masees of muterial were shot off from them.

As the Sun broke in two, the terrific heat
of its interior was suddenly released, as
when steam bursts from a hot potato cot in
half, Both balves of the sundered Sun thus
had hot {aces from which rushed forth the
light and energy which until then had been
penl up inside.

As the recoil of r'jt-cted gazes drives z
rocket, the recoil of this ontroshing, enérgy
drove apart the two halves of the Sun
The smaller ane shot off into space to be-
come a separate star.  The other remained
as the Sun we koow today. The smaller
(ragments of ejected mateial began revaly-
ing around it and became the plinets

We know that stars sometimes o break
up.  Just recently a star Known ax Nova
IMictoris split into three sections, and ns
tronomers  have been watlching them  fly
apart ut the rate of o million miles per hour.

1f the Earth was created out oi the Sun,
b whatever means, we humans can troly
v that we are the Sun's grandchildren, Tor
we in turn are made of the Earth’s mate-
rials,  The stomes in a chorus girl's blond
hair or in 4 bepgar’s mgeed coat probably
ance danced in the faming gases of our par-
iml star,

Abwout half o billiofs vears ago the bogin-
nings of life appeared on our ball of solidi-
fieel s, From where? Not long ago 2
scientist believed be had found bving hac-
terin inside meteorites which had  [allen
upon the Earth. Were they hving visitors
from outer spoce?  Did life come to Earth
originally by similar means; from some
other planet or distant star? Aest astrono-
mers doubt i They are inclined 1o think
that if there were bacteria in the meteorites
they somehow got inside after thée meteorites
tell on Earth.

If life did not come from outside, it muost
have arisen spontaneously  here, through
some mysterious provess of Nature,

Raining down [rom the Sun upon the
outside of the Earth's air blanket is a
never-ending shower of light, not only the
visible light we see, but ipvisible ultraviolet
rays. Some of them, if not screened out
by a layer of omone i the air, would de-
stroy all earthly life,

EOLAR OUTHURSTS NHEAE BADND “MIRROR

Betweenn 00 and 250 miles above Earth,
other types of uliraviolel rays from the
Sun are dhsorbed and there build ap. lae-
ers of electrilied wir, the “radio mirror,” or
ionosphere. It 15 n fGine example of how
our parent star affects the civilization of
tewlay. Though radio waves can go through
a wall, they capnot (except ultra-short
waves ) penetrate these Livers of electrified
air.  So, [Hashing up from the sending sta-
tion, they are reflected back again to Earth,
and thus travel in a serles of huge botnoes
between Earth and sky, making possible
lewnpe-clistance radio communication,

But sudden outbursts of dltraviolet Liehi
and other rodintions from the Sun some-
times up=el this conventent arrangement,
Thelr efiect on the lonosphere is as disturh-
i as suddenly turning a garden hose on a
man standing guietly  under the gentle
spray of a shower bath,

Under this sodden “hosing” the radio
mirror often breaks, Progrmams and sirnals
fade. The invisible shell of magnetic force
that surrounds the Farth is upset and cur-
rerits in the Earth are disturbed ; news dis-
patches amd telegraph messages traveling
over wires are garbled, Some of these dis-
turbances are called mopnetic storms, They
are mosl [reguent when sunspots are maost
nismerous (pages 10 and 11).

Higge red musses of hot hadrogen  gas
also often finre up from the Sun's surface,
Sometmes when this happens there = a
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complete [ade-oul of short-wave radio on
the daviight sde of Earth ot the very in
stant the flare is seen.  Froptons of ulera-
violet lieht shoot out from the hvedrogen
flares and Intertere with the rfadio marror,

WHEN METEORITEE HIT OU/R PLANET

The last time this happened was in 1905,
Chne day, i aremote part of Siberis. a huge,
luminous mass roared down out of thE sky.
As it struck Earth, a blast of superbeated
air rushed out and for miles arounmd the
countryside was charred  and  seared as
if by a giant blowtorch, while in every
direction the forest frees were uprooted,
with their trunks leaning sway from the
ventrtl ares,

In the Arizong desert, too, severnl thoy-
sa] vesrs ago, the same thing happened,
whimt 4 large mass of meteorites or a small
comet fell and formed o crater 570 fesl
fleep and' nearly a mile peross [ Plate 11
and page 13).*

It almost happensd again in 1937, on o
vastly greater scale.  The asteroid Her-
mes, about a mile in diometer, came within
some 300000 miles of the Earth, thowgh
its path was such that it could not have
struck ue. Should such a hody fall on one
of the world’s creat cties, it owould dig
o crter several miles wide where the city
oo stamds, and the hot gir blast would
desteay pll Tife and property for scores of
milies aroumid.

But most of the Enrth's surfuce = stitl
empty or sparsely populated. Should Her-
mes strilke anywhers bt in oo thickly settlad
arel, it would merely die & crater, r!t'ﬁtm!.'
vegetalion, and cuuse an enrthguake in the
vicinity, if oo land, or priduoce o great Lifdul
witve i nil s,

Thousands of asterojde of all sizes are
speeding around the Sun,  The largest s
450 miles i dimmeter;, as big us Texas,
while others are no kirger than small moun-
tilnd, Most of them follow o path be-
tween the orbits of Mars amd Jupiter, aod
are perhaps the remnants of another planhe
that broke up. Ouly a very lew ul the
smallest have orbits such thar they ever
condd colliche with the Farth.

MESSENORKS FMOM SPALL

But though we ooild seldom collide with
an asteroid, we strike “rocks™ fairly’ often.
These are the meteorites, Lirge enough n-m
i be comsumed by the heat generated by
friction as they fall theoygh our stmesphere,

Thev tell us two things: first, that all of
the Universe apparenily is made of the same
muteridls as our own Earth, for no element
niol known to ug ever has been found in g
meteosrite; and second, that sirange proc-
esaps of mineral-making tike plice out in the
great bevond. The familine elements con-
tained in meteorites often are fused into
new combinations not existing on Earth, by
methods unknown 16 us.

These visitors also hruu; riches from the
skyv. A Colotado metearite conlains enough
gold to make one gootd toth filling. (rthers
contain tiny bt genuine dinmonds, 5o
sure are some astrofomers that there Is a
fortune in platinum and  iridiom  in the
gredl mi= of meteirites tha! maide the
Arigenn ceitler thal several once invested
mitey: ina project 1 dig them up!

Meteorites are of three kinds: iro, olif-
ferent from earthly iton: stone; and o mix-
ture ol the two, You can identify them
by peckmarke, ke thumbprints in a cake
Iristing, where softer materinls hive been
melted out, and by a smonth, slossy ser-
fuce resulting from heating. -‘I.JJ-H- they e
hedvy for their size (pages 29 and 32).

The ancient Phrygians worshiped a me-
terite as “Cybele, mother of the pods”
The sacred binck stone I the southeast
cormer of the K the holy place of
Meven, 18 helieved 10 e ane,

Smaller cousins of the meteorites are the
countless tiny meteors.  Every dayv the
Farth collides with billions, most of them
no higeer than o grain of sand.® Az they

speeil into our atmasphere, its friction heats

them arel they burn to ash while they are
still 40 mitles or more above the Farth, All
we see (5 a brief flash of lght, o “shooting
<iar.

Vst mombers of the meteors that  the
Farth “sweeps tp’ vach day come from the
redl depths of space, from far out between
the stars, bevond the solar svstem. Bt
sometimes we plunge into a thicker cloud
ol mieleors hen for a few hours the
night skyv is filled with flashing lirhts. And
thad Dringes pe to comets, for these thicker
mieleof sworms are the débreis of comets
that are dend or dyvine.

Halley's comel, some mhabitants of Asia
Minor filled barrels with water in which to
submerge, hoping thus o eseape destroe-
tion,  But the barrels were never ased, for
when we went through the tail nothing hap-
peoed ut all.  And oo wonder. A comuet’s
tail contains less material per cubic nch
thin the best vacuum we can produce,

COLLISION WITH A COMET S TAIL

Moreover, comets huve no tails except
when they come near the Sun ( Plate VTIT).
Thet real comel consists of 4 nucleus of small
pebibiles, lorper mas<es of rock or metnl,
dust and gas, surrounded by the “comn,”

This #roup mensueds abonl ety thes e

a thin cloud of dust and gas.  Seldom i
the nucleus more than 300 miles thick, but
the coma may be tens of thousands of miles
in dinmeter.

Fach comet speeds along an oval-shaped
or elliptical orbit, one end of ‘which clrcles
the Sun, while the other end lies far oot
space.  Some comets follow. comparatively
short urbits: returning Lo swing around the
Stn every few venrs, while others have such
long paths that it takes them hundreds or
thousands of vears to complete one circuit.

As a comet approgiches the Sun, the in-
creasing heat makes the moclens glow, mmd
the gns around it expands. Then pressure
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that remain when an old house collapees;

Muany comet= which still exist 1[:::
swarms of mwteors scoltered out behimd,
like o clowd of dust behind p ospeeding car.
e Acpuarids, a4 meleor swarm which we
meet in early May, move in nearly the same

The Perseld meteors, seen about August 11,

THE EAETH § EIGHT NEIGHDOR WORLDS

But while the micteor showers Fall, let's
turn 1o more important things—those eight
other worlds that clecle with us on the aolar
systemn merryv-go-raund.  The other planets
—is there life on them?  Will we ever visit
them In space dhips?

Near the Sun are four smudl planets,
in this order otwand-—Mercury, Venus,
Earth, Mars. Farther out are four giant
ones-— Jupiter, Saturn, Urnnus, Neptune,
Then far bevond them all, forlomly alone
it the outer void, is tiny, mysterious Pluto,

{Mosest o the Sun moves yellowish Met-
cury, not much bigeger than the Moon, It
= two-thirels nenrer the Sun than we, ex-
posed to blistering heat, and Keeps alwavs
the same face tormed toward the Sun, so
the heat accumuliates enormiously upon it

Ilf there are oceans and lakes on Mer-

they are of molten lead, bismuth, and
5ui11hur for the temperature is around 600
degrees Fahrenheit, hot enough to melt any
of these metale On the other side, where
the Sun never shines, the cold most be
eiquadly severe,  Meércury has ne ar, the
terrific heat having long since boiled 0t
away.  Lile upon it s impossibile.

Like a harem beauty, Veous, the next in
arder, hides her face bethind o perpelanl
veil of clowds  1f she has inhabitants, they
probably never have seen the stars nor the
beauts of d clear, sunnv dov.

Venes is about Farth's sige, but 26,000 -
000 miles closer o the Sun than we, and
hence much warmer. She shows no signs
of having water, so her cliuds are probably
different from ours, perhaps mostly dist
They contmin o vast smount of carbon
divsiche, far more than in earthly air,

This gas might have been produced by
decomposition of vegetation that perhaps
formorly existed on Yenus, but it seems
uplikely that many plants, if any, exist
there now or they would have absorbed

the corbon dioxide.  lants also would need
oxveen, which has not been detected on
Venus. Her surface probably i o glorified
dust bowl, with barren soil siripped by the
wind,

FASCIMATING MARS AND ITs “CaANALE"

Next comes Farth, and then Mars, most
fascinating of all the planets (Color Plate
IVi, Mars is g litle rosty-red world,
anly about hall the diameter of Farth,
swinging  through space 485000000 miles
fnrther out from the Sun.  Great deserts
of rededish sand cover most of Mars, At
Both poles are white rowd caps of snow
and 1ce, like those of Earth, which grow
lrger in thi Martian winter and shrink
mn surimer (page 9, Water is goaroe, and
the ice in the polar caps is probably only
a fout ar two thick.

Over much of Mars surfnce are strange
lines and markings, The first astronoemer
who =aw them wis an Htallun and he conlled
them “camali.”  The word can be traostted
cither as “channels” or “canals.”

The lines look (oo straight snd sharp to
be notural streams. Some of them are
1,500 miles Jong and cross almost at right
angles, which natural streams don't do.
The late Dr, Percival Lowell believed the
lines to be etripe of vegetation along canals
built by Intelligent beings to bring water
l;l_uwn from the :m‘lﬁﬂg- ICP rHpns Lo it'r'[ili_xt
the deserts.  He pictored Mars as a planet
gradoally drving up, while its surviving
inhabitants stroggled to Reep alive by irmi-
wating their helds from an ever-dwindling
waler supply,

Few others agreedd with him. Bl Sl
astronomers think that the lines mouy be
mwatoral stream courses through the desert
with vegetation alomg their banks.  The
Nile Valley, with strips of kreen bordering
the river, would appesr much the same
from a distance.

COLOR PATUHES MAY DF VEGETATION

But the best evidence thit at least some
form of life exists on Mars 5 {urnished by
the great patches of greenish-blue color
here nnd there in the desert. They prow
lurger and darker ag gring and summer
come on in the Martian hemispheres, then
turn vellower and fade with autumn, which
sepms o indicate that they moy be patches
of vegetotion.

Ani this vepetation, if such it be, i
highly developed, hardy: kind, evolved
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circlimg Jupiter besides the nine already
known.,

A cataclysmic crumbling of one of Tiore
mooies probably produced the “rings" of
Saturn, next bevond Jupiter outward from
the Sun, The terrific grovitational pull
af the parent planet, it is believed. caused
the llll."HEEE moons oo disintegrate. The
three flat rings, only 10 miles thick, but
41,500 miles wide, are composed of mil-
licns of tiny moon-fragments circling to-
gether around the planet (Color Plate 11),
Nine other Lirper individunl moons, still
mitact, move around Saturn farther out.

Uramis and Neptune are so {ar away
that Hitle is known about them, save that
they are of much the same constroction
as Jupiter and Saturn.

HOW A NEW WORLD WAS FOUND

Early in this century astronomers noticed
that Uranus had an unexplained ~waver”
in = orbit.  Dr. Percival Lowell, founder
uf Lowell Ohservatory, Flagstafi, Arizon.
suspreted that the gravitatiomal pull of an

undiscovered planet was the cause, Tn 1915
he announced his definite beliel thar such
noplanet existed, and predioted  where it
would be found.

To look for the plipet, a certain region
of the sky wius divided into secthons, aml
each section photogriaphed twice, n few
nights apart. When the two pictures of
each section were compared, the stars in
them would not have chunged position, but
a planet, bemg much nearer the Earth,
wonld have moved noticeably (page 71,

Dir. Lowell began the search before his
death in 1916, The hunt was resumed in
1929, with improved equipment.  Clyde
Tombaungh, a young assistant at Lowell, was
tnught to make and compare the phito-
graphe. O F-.—hnmry 18, 1930, he found
that & point of Heht in one of the sections
of the sky had moved between pictures.
The orbit and behavior of this body proved
w he very close to what Dr. Lowell had
predicted. Tt owas the long-sought nimh
planet, neiarly four billion miles Trom the
Sun.

Tera muan on Muto the Sun would appear
as gn extremely brilliont star, and a star
15 what it 1=, the type known 1o astronomers
as o “vellow dwarl.”  Our Earth is tied o
the Sun by a gravitutional pull as strong us
10,000,000 stee] cables one mile thick. And
we wolld not want to get away, for the Sun
feers us, warms us, keeps us alive.

After shining countless ages the Sun is
still so hot that an ordinary 25-cent plece,
hented to the tempernture of the Sun's
center, would shrivel up everyihing within
thousands of miles, Fven the outside of
the Sun is heated o about 10,000 degrees
‘ahrenheit, a temperature av which  the
hardest rocks and metals not only el but
turn 10 vapor,

The Sun s slowly luging its beat, bot will
keep on shining about as it is now for hil-
lions of ywars more. 1t isa ball of super-
heated gae, 564,000 miles thick. Even at
the center, where the pressure s something
like 3,000,000 tons to the square inch, it Is
still & gas, though the stones in the gas are
very tightly packed together.

Drespite this great heat, the Sun 2 nnt
burning, One of (wo things = probablv
happening 10 produce is enornums enersy
—either the complete destruction of atoms,
af the creation of them, perhaps both.
Within the Sun’s interior, the tervific heot
senils atoms and electrons rushing alwut @t
breakneck speed,  Constantly thev collide
sometimes buth are destroved, releasing
the eoergy that held them together,

Remember that heat is a form ol energy.
Destroving the stoms in a thimbleful of
water woulil relense ae much power as bhurn-
ing several thousand tons of coal. FPer-
haps, also, atoms of hydrogen, the aas that
exploced in the dirggable Hodenfarg, are
heing torned into helium, the nonexplosive
gas, i the Sun. I 30, great energy would
e Jeft over from the procese to add te the
Sun’s heat.

Enormous whirling vortices. of gas, the
sunapots, thousands of miles wide, issue
from the Sun's hot interior. Nobody knows
their origin.

HAUNIESING THE 5% 8 ENERGY

Does the Sun cause weither chanpes?
Dr. Charles (. Abbuot, -secretary of the
Smithsoninn  Institution, hss  measured
slight «daily varintions in the Sun’s heat
over many veirs, He belleves they are the
muin cause of wenther and that in might
be predicted two weeks in advance if we
hetel muore complete and accurate data about
the Sun. _

In the meantime, practical steps are be-
ing taken to make more and befter use
of the vast energy that the Sun is sending
L s,

An engine powered by thé Sun's heat
comeentrated by mirrors has been invented
and will run a boiler., Homes in Florida
and Colifornia have bhot water heated by
solar heaters:

Methods of making trees grow faster are
being studied, in hopes of speeding up the
conversion of solar energy into a form we
humans can use. Waye to use Sun heit
i run engines for mechanical power, to
chanee solar radiation into electrical’ en-
erev, to convert sunlight chemically imtu
forims available for work, are being sought
v other researchers, The Sun shines al-
most steadily in the deserts, =0 =ome lime
they may become the new centers of the
world's industry, as we learn to utilize the
Sun as 4 chief source af power.

MITKY Wway A MIODHTY WHEEL OF STARS

Mennwhile, the Sun moves nlong, with its
plunets, through the Milky Way Galaxy,
the great system of stare in which we live.

They
hal come Lo I'L‘I-;qil'tl these as standard
parel 10 ' Meniki,” as they call our home-
lind, and = were very surprised when 1
came ashore in dresses,

Like all women, howeyer, they were
interested in the style of clothes and fre-
guentdy | zaw them indicating to one an-
other how o collar or skirt wae made.

All the natives like sweete. Al Tabuatn
Island, wishing (o repay some Kindnesses
the nativies had shown us, | sent ashore
some doughnuts,  These created oo great
stir, but ns usual were passed out to the
children, and when 1 came ashare later
there was a little boy asleep on the pacpae
(the stone platform on which the native
hoyse i built)

Wi were tow within seven hutlred miles,
air line, of the ohijective of our whole cruise,
the west coast Sounds, which we hud
satled more than o thied of the way areund
the world to see.

Lowated on the southwiest coast of the
south Idhind of New Zealand, the Sounds,
or fords, were carved out uf the Sputhern
Alpe partly by previous glociers,  Narrow,
winding ribbons of water botwerm  very
steeph and high mountims, they vary from

Though only eleven miles long, it
inclodes o Lo, eable-operated incling and
s many ploturesgque curves that Shay ar-
ticulated locomotives huul the troins of
phosphate, even on the level. Tt was inter-
esting to find American-made rails and roll-
ing stock soofar from bome. _

The locomotives are all fred with woeod
cut on the iElapd, but woe to the coolie
who, fresh from China, cuts o tree of stink-
wood by mistake!  The Christmus Tshand
stinkwookl readly merits its name,

In the cubie car we rose nbove the trees
o the incline and could ook down on the
boobies nesting in the trectops.  Changing
to il motorcar it the head of the incline,
wee sperl along the high plateau, Odten we
emerged from the forest into camp clear-
imngs, passing smiling Chinese coolies who
interrupted their Sundny jugeling feats and
tesis of strength to watch the car go hy.
Then we were hack in the forest again, con-
stantly flushing birds fesding on the right
of wiy, We pussed o joss house, catching
snntches of weird music as we sped along,

At the end of the line kay the phosphate
quarrivs, the sole reason why Christmos
Island i= inhabited. Located on the higher
points of the sk, the phosphate beds
vary from p few jeet to forly or fifty feet
Heery, ustiilly eowered with a thin overbur-
den of =oil, Power shovels strip the sur-
face, but the phosphate is loaded entirely
by coalle labor. since some selection s re-
quired ond it = hecessary o work down
hetween the limestone pinnocles.

Wondering how anvone had discoversd
thiz underlving bed of phosphnte, we delyed
into the isand’'s history, It seems that
amples of its ks were sabimsitted for
examination to Sir John Muorroy, who liid
been a member of the famops Challenger
expedition of I872-76. He found spedi-
mens of nearly pure phosphiate of lime.

This valuable discovery led to the an-
nexntion of the island by  Great Hritain
i 1588, and later to the formation of
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the hiristmas Is-
land Mhosphate
Lompany.

The Australinn Government tried 1o <al-
vage the Emden, bt finully abandoned the
attempt because of contingally high <eas,
Afterward, Governor Boss and his able surf-
men remeved eversthing of value, but in
the long deloy the ship had broken on the
reef amd he still regrets thase big propellers
that sank into deep water before he had
permission (o salvage them, For many
vears, however, the brass gleaned from the
ship’s fittings supplied his brass foundrs.

One son captain, visiting these fslands
a hundred vears ago; remarked that “here
crabs eat codonuts, fish eat eoral, dogs citeh
sh, men ride an turtlez, and shells are din-
gerous mantraps.’”

It must vet be said,"” he added, “that
the greater part of the sea fowl roost an
branches, and that many rats moke their
nests at the top of high palm trees.”

L found no crabs. for they are almost ex-
tinct here now, though at one time they
were 0 plentiful that the natives extracted
ofl from them. T saw, however, the exten-
aive turtle ponds where Governor Ross
keeps sen turtles, both large and small, not
tor the sport of riding, but for food.

The rats have heen muostly eradicated, so
I couldn’t =ee them burrow into a coconut
are| then chew off the stem, thus getting a
free ride diwn to earth. We were told that
thi= habit resulted from the fact that while
the rats could climb up the sloping trunks
they were unshle to walk hack down, The
greatest difficulty with this kind of elevator
15 that it works only one way.

I is wlso destructive to the island’s eoo-
nomic svstem, as the only revenue s de-
rived from copra.  In an effort to raise more
of the fland = fond supply, Governor Ross
has imported various kinds of trees, hit the
natives’' principal food, rice, still has 1o be
i ted,

With muny eiwmples of fine Malay
craftsmanship aboard, Fedrasd left Cocos
andd its happy pesple and started the long
crossing of the Indian Ocean. For the first
time in our travels the trade winds blew
stramgly enough o be interesting for davs
on end, o we made the 2300 miles 1o
Rodriguez in sixteen and a half duys,

Like = many lands, Rodriguez, now
Hritish, was discovered by the Porturoess
in the early 17th century. Later the Dutch
ocoupied §t far 8 short time, but it was
not perminently settled until 1760 by the
French.

“ROCK FARME' 0% BODEIGUFE

Originally uwsed as p ship-provisioning
depiot where wild game and wood werp
aviailable, Rodriguez surprised us: by jts
barren appearance. T'he repson is not far
to seek. A population of 250 in 1847
increased to almast 10,000 In 1936,
niturally most of the availuble firewood
has been e und the sround  cleared
lor oultivation,

Instead of following the New Eniland
practice of making stone walle and a rck
pile mn the middle of the field, the Rodri-
gune move only the small rocks, making
little piles upon all the larger ones,  Thus,
from o distance u hillside looks like o “rock
farm’ Instead of a swevt-potato patch.

Exvellent paths traverse the sand in all
chrections, and one meets people alone them
at all times of the day. But no information
can be obtained from them, for they know
no English, and their patois has departed
st much from its original French hase that
questions in that langunge are  equally
iruitless

Even my hushand’s sien talk was un-
availing, so the magistrate obligingly de
tailed Muayeuse, his bomtman, who spoke &
little Enghish, to show us the island, M-
vense considered it not only his duty but a
privilege to accompany us

There are large limestone caverna at the
southwestern end of the istand, but they
are & long way from Port Mathurin, As T
had broken a rib only: the week before when
tosser] fggminst the quartec-bitt by a1 sudden
seat, | thought it would be too much of a
walk: co the magistrate provided a boat
and, with Muveuse in charpe, we made half
the trip by witer.

Al the caverns two natives lighted us
through the underground labwvrinth with
torches, but Maveuse, the leader of the
expedition, was a waterman and nothing
could induce him 1o go inte holes whers the
light of duy hod never reached! ({ Page 69,

Walking bick 1o the boat, we passed the
school, which the Fremch teaching sisters
hurriedly dismissed as we approached. An-
ticipating un invitation, we walked slowly,
but Mayeuse, after stopping to talk, fol-
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lowed along. Half sn hour later he ex-
pladned that the sisters had wanted me to
stop for tea, but since they spoke no Eng-
lish aned | oo French he had refuded without
comsylting me! [ never occurred to hum
that one could drink ter in any language.

Whenever we rowedl ashore the notives
would line up on the bench and watch us
pull the dinghy up the sand; vet not once
did they ofier to help. Whenever we came
back, there were two deep arcs well marked
i the sund on either side, showing where
sormt child had been practicing rowing,
safely tied to s filao tree.

The English stiff of the cable compimy
and the officinls of the island did every-
thing possible (oo make our stay plensant,
Cine night when we dined ashode, M, Mar-
tim insisted that a guest of his shoold not
have to row home, so he kept a crew of
thiee men in his 34-foot shallow-diaft sail-
ing lighter until we were readv to gZo
aboard, Then we sxiled out over the reefs
i the moonlight, touching gently several
times. This was returning in state, for our
tender was nearly as long as our floating
home and it carrled a higger crew.

Should we mention that we liked any
particular kind of food, if it were avail-
able on the Eand it would immediately be
sent out to us.  Ewven the two MNetherland
steamers that came into port during our
atay were eager to bhelp and sent over o
box of delicacies, So we left here supplied
with 2 wealth of food, as well as many
memories of these grocious and hospitable
people.

ANDTHER FRENCOIT-FPEAKTNG EMOLISH
IS AN

The nearest neighbor o Rodriguez i
Mpuritiug, an sland as besutiful as ft is
historic. Like Rodriguez, Mauritius was
diszovered by the Portuguese el wus sel-
tled by the Duteh, who, finding it unproft-
able and their escaped sloves troublesome,
abandoned the island in 1710 (page 73),

Afterward it wis settled by the French,
endd when the Hritish took possession in
1510, they permitted the inhabitants, as
usual, to retain their own linguage; so (e
day the Mauoritinn speaks French., The
patois-speaking  fuborers, descendants  of
the French and the Africin slaves. have
been greatly outnumbered now by East
Indians brought here for work in the sugar-
cane fields: The population ks very (dense,
about 350 people to the square mile.

The mountains rise obroptly from the
plateaus and, with their very jagged out-
nes and cane-covered vallevs, give many
splendid  vistas a3 one drives over the
tslandd’s excellent highwavs, The mountains
acld both beauty and distinetion 1o the lown
of Port Louis, although, surrounding it in
amphitheater stvle, they cut off the wsunlly
coirl trade wind and make the town hot
anil stiiting.

WORST ®RTORM OF THE VOYAGE

The passage from ' Maouritivg e Africa
was in the vanables, with the wind boxing
the compass about once every three days.
Between Madagascar and Africa we met
our worst hlow of the whole vovage, strong,
bul of short duration.

Unlike the wsunl black arch sgualls of
the Tropics, which we knew so well this ad.
vianeed 85 a solid wall of black, blotting
out evervthing rght down to the water is
it came. For two hoors the resistance of
the masts and shrieking rieging was enough
to heel the ship far over, while the rain fell
Wl a mate to equal a western cloudburst,
Though uncomfortable, the rain was wel-
come; for it kept the sea from building up.

After the squall came another calm.

Such a tedious vovage gave me time to
review all my old mpressions of “Darkest
Africa,” bt instead of sighting lons along
the const of Zululand we found that the
mast conspicuous object was a poli course!
It was hard to realize that the smooth
fields of sugnr cane were indeed the famous
Zululnnd

As we saw nothing of the natural seeneny
when entering Durban at night before a
northenst gale, friends ashore quickly made
up fowr that by driving us around. Durbian
is ropldly becoming a city of wpartment
howses, and many of the buildings of the
jashiomable residence district are of mexd-
ermistic design.

We had the vsual summer weather for
rounding South Africa, seame gules but more
calms. On the tenth day out we passed close
o the Cape of Goosd Hope, where we were
reported by the signel station (page 75).
Most signalmen ignore small craft entirely.

Capetown is besutiful at night, as well as
during the dav, with the lighiz of the city
clustered, as i1 for protection, ot the lool
of Table Mountain and Lion's Head., We
found o pood anchorage in New Basin,
farther out than the other vachis. This was
an advantage in that frequently 1 ocould
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winlch the cknss penguing swimming near
L boat in groups of two or three.

Lung before sunlight penetrated into the
deep valley we rounded up the horses,
Inaded them with hulging packs of bediding,
food, camerns, and other camp oonyven-
ences, and were off, The animals picked
their way between shrubby cingueloil, now
almost bare of vellow blossoms, to an open
stretch dotted here und ‘here with scarlet
paintbrushes and Inte-Bilooming buttercups.

Above the click of hoof on stone rose the
trhle of o fast-runnine creek as our trafl
turmed to follow along the bank., Soon we
lumged into the conl of an evergresn forest
where going seemedd easier, thick needles of
idepole pine silencing the beat of feer,
Smells of pine and spruce mingled in a
fnmilinr fragrance.

Midafternoon found s winding along an
eIk trail through thick timber where we
breathed deeply of the cool piny air, Near
the edge of the forest the horses tugeed the
reing from oor hands to drink at a rivulet
trickling from a ¢lump of lady ferns that
concealed g spring
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LORDS OF THE

By this same spring we had comped
hefore,  (eass and fowers nlmost coveresd
the hlackened rocks of our old campfire, bt
they did not erase the memory of those
dnys with our friends of the wilds.

Below the camp site Jav a mendow con-
tabping the unnamed lake where we hoped
tor fid moose,  Since last we had seen it
the upper end had been filled m with silt
and] sedees, The small oval of water lay
contracting anoually within the meadow,
whose grassy banks were sgqueezing it from
all sides. A forest marched an advance
guard of young trees down to toke over
both, Already the lake seemed to have
given up, Tor the diminished surfoce was
a salid reflection of encroaching grass and
irees.

RIOOGSE AND ELEK RETHEAT

From the edee of the timber where we
stond, we saw bluck furrows crisserossing
anid skirting the meadow. But we sighted
none of the moese and elk that hed made
them. The clatier of hoofs and the shoui-
g of the guide 1o the hot, snorting horses
hid  frichtened away the wild Hie, which
woild not return until be had left with the
pack truin.  Rarely having el loek with
wild Creatures when other people were pres-
ent, we were willing to have our iriendly
guide rettrn home promptly,

The only “assiztant” we have ever had
was a hlack bear cub that became intrigoed
v the insectlike buzres and clicks of  the
camerns |page 103)., Ndéoessary as guides
are, wo employ them only to pack us in to
bigise camps, where they leave us to follow
the animals in our own way.

From the wp of the packs we unloaded
the two four-fool parcels comtalning our
ofding convas boat. Nexi we 1ossed 1o the
soft grass the rolle of bediding, air mat-
tresses, tend, and folding tnble,  Ouotoof the
sadidle boxes we hifted more carefully the
photozraphic supplies and food, which we
turned over to Lucie. She unpacked kettles
while | gathered dry pine sticks for a hre.

scarcely npeeding 1o look, Lucie reached

here and there in the boxes, pulling out &

package of nmcaront, & roll of dried soup,
Euwdemd milk and salt, and had them in

etiles ready to boll. She mixed up a pan
of hiscuits which 1 haked in the reflector
oven before the open fire. CUrockers, mue-
aroni and cheese, goposeberry Jam  made
from wild berries gathered fn our last camp,
and tea completed the lunch.

On her last trip, having
been interrupted by our coming out of the
tent, she had prabbed the first package
within reach. Upon disoovering it was
anly flour, she dropped it

Having come to undersiand the nature
of black bears, we feel ahbsolutely safe in
their tercitocy, Ordinarily a stone or stick
of woond will send them ﬂ‘lr'II'III sometimes
we ser and philograph beirs in wild eoun-
iry (Color Plate IV), 'where we have no
fear of them, for in the wilderness black
bsars sre ane of the least dangerous of all
Ll fraime.

Meanwhile it was decided o winter the
base ship, Wyvatd Harp, in New Lealani
pending a decision for the following year,
I hnally decided 0 make a one-way fhight
irom Lhe opposite direction; thai s, from
the Weddell Sea o the Ross Sea. aned 1o
camp at the Bay of Whales until the Bivart
Farp could come around and pick us up
about a month later.* 3o the f{ollowing
spring we musde the long jowrmey  across
the South Pacific to Spow Hill 1sland, one
of the three icefree islands in the Wed-
dell Sea

But again we were frustrated and never
had a chance 1o get staried, for during the
three months we walted we hod no soitable
weather in which to make a trins-Antiarc-
fic Hight—only asn wnbroken period of
snow squaldls and winds:

It was o happy dnd contented month
that Kenyon and 1 spent alone there, The
tension of 22 davs was over. We had done
ot job, The blzzard camp of nine diye
with our goul still 600 miles away, the one-
hundred-mile man-haul after our fuel had
eiven oul, were memories af the past as we
settled down to a daily routine in our tioy
shack fifteen feet under the stow, there to
awail the arrival of the shin—whenever
thar might be.

Churs had been the realization that we
two were the only human beings upon n
continent two-thirds the size of North
Amenca.
