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 It was the time of our emergence. It was the time of the fast coming, when the. Earth was still vital and
the Ash Ock were fresh as today's memory; in retrospect, a fragile era, but one where life itself seemed
aglow with all manner of possibility, where we Paratwa felt destined to rule the Earth, to rule the stars. It
was a time when each of us sizzled under the, spell of our own unique simultaneities, relishing the genetic
fates that had cast our souls into two bodies instead of one. It was a time when our binary spirits seemed
molded by the essence of some primordial ubiquity, our bodies glazed to perfection, our minds burnished
by the hands of an immortal poet.

 It was a time of the Ash Ock, the royal Caste—those Jive unique creations whose sphere of influence
exploded outward from that secret jungle complex deep in the Brazilian rainforest, enveloping the world,
uniting us, directing our disparate Paratwa breeds into a swarm of binary elegance that, for those brief
fragile years, seemed unstoppable.

 It was a time of innocence. It was a time that could not last.

 Some of us began to perceive the underlying dynamics of Ash Ock power, to comprehend their subtle
manipulations, to hear the distinctive growls of Jive exquisite motors beneath Jive exquisite hoods. The
mirror that the Ash Ock had held before each of us, which had reflected only our virtues, splintered
under the roar of those engines; our worship of their godlike prowess yielded to mere admiration,
appreciative yet tempered by the knowledge that those of the royal Caste remained mortal, despite their
incredible magic. And that magic, partially swollen by our own needs and desires, gave birth to a child
swaddled in the robes of scientific superiority. The poet departed, never to return. It was a time of
terrible betrayal

 As the Star-Edge fleet—under the clandestine guidance of Theophrastus—prepared to escape from an
Earth drowning under the fury of the Apocalypse, some of us began to learn the real secrets of the Ash
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Ock. And that juncture marked the beginning of a cynicism that spread through our ranks with the
swiftness of a biological plague. By the time the Star-Edge fleet had cleared the boundaries of the solar
system, Sappho and Theophrastus were almost faced with open revolt, for many of the Paratwa had
trouble adjusting to the indignity of these ultimate truths.

 But Ash Ock patience helped all of us persevere. The crisis passed. An even greater vista of
conceptualization was now open to us, and we were invited to perceive the universe from new and
dizzying heights. Most of us lost our cynicism. Those few who did not kept their doubts to them-

 Theophrastus proclaimed: "Never forget that you represent the vanguard of the second coming."

 "And never forget that you serve the true Paratwa," Sappho added. "Your lives now intertwine with the
destiny of the chosen.

 History texts were subtly altered; the roles of the other three Ash Ock—Codrus, Aristotle, and
Empedocles—were lessened to those of supporting players.

 Codrus was really the first of the royal Caste to fall from Ash Ock grace. His tways, like the tways of
Empedocles, were of mixed sexes—male and female. Even in those early days, when we were still
emerging from tie landscape of humans, when Theophrastus had not yet infiltrated the Star-Edge project,
bending it to his own designs, Sappho had begun to suggest—subtly—that dual-gendered Paratwa were
inherently flawed. For a while, even I Jell for her elegant craftiness, though eventually I came to see such
illogic as a refraction of my own male/male prejudice.

 Still, I understood some of Sappho's negativity toward the others of her breed. Codrus often displayed
the most blatant weaknesses, misconstruing Ash Ock formulations for precise truths, falling into that
intellectual trap of regarding the mind as the ruler of the body. Those facets of reality that Codrus failed to
grasp became data to be processed, information that simply remained undigested by his networks.
Eventually, Codrus's inability to fathom the depths led Sappho to regard him like the child of her royal
family, his tways forever loyal and anxious to please, yet his monarchial consciousness incapable of
reaching its destined maturity. He was ultimately precluded from all Ash Ock intricacies, and it was
arranged that he be left behind when the Star-Edge fleet departed. Until his death at the hands of the
Costeaus, centuries later, Codrus remained blissfully ignorant, a true intellectual pauper.

 Aristotle, for a time, also remained unaware of the greater concerns, although Aristotle's ignorance was
not of his own making, for in many ways, he was the equal of Sappho: shrewd and cunning, with a natural
aptitude for the intricate methodology of politics. Aristotle's male/male interlace seemed to
know—instinctively—how to utilize others to amplify his own desires; he played the human race as a
preinformation-age grandmaster played chess.

 In tile earliest years of Ash Ock ascendancy, I was the servant of Aristotle, and I grew to admire and
respect the sophistication of his agile mind. For a time, I actually came to like him, especially after he had
introduced me to Empedocles, youngest of the five, male/female tways whose infectious lust for all
manner of experience rivaled even my own. In truth, I loved those years that we spent training
Empedocles, helping to mold our young warrior into an elegant bastion of Ash Ock authority, ready to
assume his place in the sphere of the royal Caste, to become the champion of all of Earth's Paratwa.

 And for a time in those early years, I even doubted Sappho's wisdom in keeping Aristotle—and thus
Empedocles—ignorant of the greater reality. In Codrus's case, I understood. But I felt that Aristotle and
Empedocles should be given full access to Sappho's knowledge—the secret knowledge—which at that
time she shared only with Theophrastus and a few trusted lieutenants: Gol-Gosonia, myself, a handful of
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others.

 Eventually, however, I came to see that Sappho was correct in keeping Aristotle in the dark, for that
monarch's plans within plans began rivaling the complexity of even her own intrigues. The simple fact was:
Aristotle was too much like Sappho. There could be but one ruler, and Sappho—by virtue of birthright
alone—would be sole proprietress of our destiny.

 Nevertheless, the day when I betrayed Aristotle—and doomed Empedocles in the bargain—-remains
the most regretted day of my life.

 Gillian felt eager for another fight. The darkness of Sirak-Brath seemed an ideal place for one.

 He followed Buff and the smuggler through the alley separating a pair of low-tech industries—a nuke
breeder and a manufacturer of organic soak-dye—the dank passage cutting between the towering
buildings like a thin wafer sliced from a monstrous loaf. From the wet floor of the alley, the dirty
vacu-formed walls—slabs of reinforced plastic veneered in ancient brickface—soared over two hundred
feet up into the night sky.

 Shortly before one of my tways was scheduled to depart, I was summoned to an inner chamber of the
Bwdyysey. Over the past few days, I had been attempting to prepare myself emotionally for the reality of
my upcoming separation; internal tension levels were running high. Weird dreams plagued my rest
periods, fantasies of what it would be like to exist as a solitary creation, a unit that could not be
separated. I dreamed of humans. I dreamed of Gillian.

 I had never before been disassociated for more than a few days. But this time my tways would be
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forced to tolerate several months of physical solitude: one would remain aboard the Bwdyysey, the other
would make the advance journey to the Irryan Colonies. I did not know how I would endure the
extended deprivation of body-to-body contact. In fact, I was a bit surprised—and relieved—that my
turmoil manifested itself only through these odd dreams. One might have expected nightmares.

 The place to which I was summoned had been designed as a standard interface chamber. My side of the
wall consisted of a small darkened amphitheater. Beyond the translucent partition, which was constantly
in motion as if swept by invisible breezes, lay the Os/Ka/Loq portion of the room. Although the wavering
interface barrier permitted me to see only dark blurs on the other side, the partition freely allowed the
passage of sound.

 Third Os/Ka/Loq from the left: THEN CANNOT BE CHANGED. ONLY NOW CAN BE
CHANGED. MUST FOCUS ON PRESENT, NOT PAST.

 I knew that the interpreter was capable of providing only basic fractional segments of their complex and
multihued thought patterns. Rich subtleties were being excised, nonverbal expressions indiscriminately
ignored by the machine's limited expressionism. To suggest that Os/Ka/ Loq language" did not translate
well was to be guilty of wild braggadocio.

 The tway of Sappho responded to the attack with habitual aplomb. NECESSARY LIMITATIONS OF
EARTHLY ENVIRONS. KASCHT REEKS OF THE LACKING.

 Rhubarb: FACT KNOWN. EXCUSE UNACCEPTABLE.

 Sappho: EXPLAIN/ENLIGHTEN.

 Rhubarb: SUCCESS/FAILURE HINGED ON IDENTICAL AXIS.

 It was an oft-repeated phrase, and one whose precise meaning remained vague. As near as I could
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ascertain, when an Os/Ka/Loq accused a brethren of hinging success and failure on the same axis, it was
tantamount to calling him/her a mindless bastard.

 Sappho rose to the occasion. SKYGENE INFECTIONS SERVE TO GUARANTEE
PREMEDITATED STRUCTURE OF VICTORY.

 Thyme released a particularly hideous bray. NO GUARANTEE POSSIBLE.

 Rhubarb: COLONIAL DESTRUCTION NOT DESIRABLE NOW. COLONIAL DESTRUCTION
DESIRABLE THEN.

 The tway on the far left moved. Behind the screen, there was a blur of motion as this heretofore silent
Os/Ka/Loq repositioned himself/ herself in the center of the seven shadowy figures. For several minutes,
I sat in a vacuum of dead silence, waiting patiently, hiding my boredom.

 Eventually, this newly centered tway spoke.

 AN ERROR IN JUDGMENT HAS MUTATED. TWO-AND-ONE-HALF EARTH CENTURIES
HAVE PASSED. OUR CUMULATIVE OS/KA/LOQ, COMMITMENTS NOW TOTAL NEARLY
THREE AND ONE HAIJF EARTH CENTURIES.

 There was no mistaking the interpreter^ clarity: this tway was deliberately shaping its thoughts for my
benefit. He/she desired my complete understanding.

 INDIVIDUALITY MAY HAVE TRULY PERVERTED SAPPHO. SHE MAY LEAD A DUALITY
OF LIFE. IF THIS EVENT HAS OCCURRED, THE SIDE EFFECTS MAY ALTER OUR
DESIRED OUTCOME.

 Sappho obviously did not agree. INCORRECT ASSESSMENT SKYGENE INFECTIONS
COUPLED WITH RAPID RE-SEEDING OF PLANETARY SURFACE COUPLED WITH
POLITICAL PRESSURE WILL YIELD CONQUEST. HUMANS ARE HANDICAPPED WHEN
FACED WITH COMPLEX ACCELERATED EVENTS.

 The center tway was not impressed. IF THERE IS FAILURE, YOU WILL SUFFER COMPLETE
DISINCORPORATION.

 They all became silent again for a time. I knew what disincorporation was. For the Os/Ka/Loq, it was a
fate considered worse than death.

 Sappho finally responded to the threat, as best as she could. DISINCORPORATION Will, NOT BE
NECESSARY.

 The Os/Ka/Loq in the center moved forward, closer to the translucent partition. Something resembling a
tentacle extruded itself from the creature's body. The tentacle sprayed the wall. Thick globules of some
pasty fluid trickled to the floor. I was unable to ascertain whether the Os/Ka/ Loq was blowing its nose
or reacting to Sappho's optimism.The lion of Alexander wished to stop pondering his betrayal. He had
grown tired of running yesterday's events across a field of conscience that offered no sympathy.

 It's done. I must not dwell upon it. I must forget.

 He could not.
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 Here in this twenty-sided chamber, within this shrine where the Council of Irrya would soon be meeting,
the lion sat alone, enclosed within the lush familiarity of the seat he had tenured for the past two years.
Walls, gilded in leather and boasting exquisitely rare pre-Apocalyptic paintings, seemed more unreal than
he could ever recall. Insubstantial, they were, like holos with the beams deliberately misaligned, as if his
very surroundings were attempting to mimic the works of the great 3D artists of pre-Apocalyptic Earth,
the trans-imprcssionists, who light-stroked vibrant chromas with the wild passion of disengaged intellect.

 The lion shook his head, tried to wash away his sense of unreality. This room is real. There are no holos.
The vaulted ceiling, lost in darkness, is a substantial thing. The prism chandelier that hangs from the
darkness is real. The pale golden light that reflects up from this polished table is real.

 As real as holos. As real as imitations of stimulated light.

 Yesterday's tragedy had created this metamorphosis, this dreamlike state that forced the lion to be a
detached observer, witnessing his life from a perspective once removed from consciousness.
Intellectually, the reasons for his metamorphosis seemed clear: an overwhelming cacophony of shame had
transcended the parameters of bearable feeling.

 The shame of wanting to survive.

 / should have spit in its face.

 But the Paratwa assassin had forced him to the edge of

 nothingness, where life held inconceivably great value. For those few brief and terrifying moments, the
lion had desired the continuation of his own existence more than anything else in the universe. He would
have said and done anything to ensure that the assassin spared his life.

 Again, he recalled that pivotal event of fifty-six years ago, when he and his mother had faced certain
death at the hands of the liege-killer, when Gillian and Reemul had danced their final dance—lightning
eurhythmies—weapons firing with inhuman speed, Paratwa warriors in the heat of death battle.

 The lion had always known that he had drawn great strength from that childhood event. His actions in
helping Gillian defeat the liege-killer had provided a reservoir of power, a streaming inner force that was
always there, always available to be tapped when needed. For bravery in the face of certain doom, the
twelve-year-old Jerem Marth had been granted a clarity of will remarkable even among the Costeaus.

He had become the lion of the
Alexanders; he had become Chief of the United Clans and a Councillor of Irrya.

 Anger mushroomed. He raised his fist and smashed it down on the table.

 Damn that creature! And damn me for my cowardice!

 And he knew that until the full brunt of his shame could be felt, only this disjointed emotional catharsis
could occur. Shame into anger. Humiliation turned inside out. And the repression of pristine feelings,
keeping him one step removed from the flow of substantiality, a victim of the elan vital instead of an
aspect of its current.
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 He thought: Is this what it's really like for Gillian? Is he forever banned from feeling the depth of his own
true self? Is he trapped outside a sphere of forbidden emotions, condemned to live beyond the grounding
sanctity of real feeling?

 The lion acknowledged an altered sense of shame in comparing himself with Gillian. If he is forced to live
like this all of the time, then what nght do I have to complain?His fist ascended, brimming with new fury.
Every right, damn it!

 Propriety spared the table another blow; the chamber's massive black door opened. Three figures
entered the room.

 Inez Hernandez came toward him. "Are you all right?"

 "Yes."

 She looked older, somehow, more somber; another victim, perhaps, of excessive emotional repression.
Or perhaps it was just that today Inez wore no bacterial skin toners, no fluff earrings, no trace of makeup
of any sort. A plain charcoal suit, elegantly cut, complemented her pageboy bundle of black hair.

 A few days ago, Inez had staged a funeral service for her niece. Susan Quint had been missing for over a
month now—another suspected victim of the rampaging Paratwa assassin. Even though Susan's body
had not been found, the lion also believed that she had been hunted down and murdered by the creature,
following its failure to kill her during the Honshu terminal massacre. Still, the lion had urged Inez to
postpone the exigency of formal rites. There was always the possibility, however remote, that Susan
would turn up.

 But Inez had not been swayed by his judgment. Best to get it over with, she had insisted. Best to put
Susan's life behind me. These days, there are more important concerns.

 He had not been able to dispute such logic.

 Inez took a seat, as did her two companions.

 "Council of Irrya, September 13, 2363," uttered Maria IxDsef, Council President, Director of the
Intercolonial Credit Net. "Confidential database, standard access," she continued, for the benefit of the
chamber's electronic recorders.

 The lion, hearing that cold unyielding voice, felt a fresh swell of anger. He glared across the table at her,
hoping to elicit some sort of response, but Losef ignored his malice the way she ignored everything else.
Ice blue eyes moved past him, continued scanning the chamber with all the pretensions of a twenty-first
century mind-shunted clone. Yet beneath the blond fringe of her DI haircut, Losef bore a sincere and
remarkably agile intelligence.

The Credit Net had been hindering all investigations into
discovering who controlled the corporation known as Venus Cluster, where Gillian, Buff, and Martha
had encountered the two vicious tways of the tripartite assassin. Losef simply would not divulge the
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information. Never mind the fact that with such data they might be able to track down the crazed
Paratwa assassin who had now struck a dozen times in the past five months. Losef insisted that releasing
such information violated ICN policy. ICN policy was the glue that kept the Colonies' complex trade
network from falling apart; therefore, the ownership and control of Venus Cluster would remain a secret.

 Madness,

 The third figure was a tall twig of a man, with a somber face, piercing green eyes, and a chin that
sharpened into a gray-speckled goatee. Wiry tendrils of dark hair, pulled into a severe ponytail,
contrasted sharply with his facial growth; it was as if two distinct genetic lines fought for control of his
countenance.

 He was E-Tech's freshly appointed acting director and, thus, today's representative to the Council of
Irrya. Prior to assuming Doyle Blumhaven's office, he had been head of the specially formed action/probe
assigned to investigate E-Tech corruption.

 His name was Edward Huromonus. The freelancers called him "Crazy Eddie."

 He sat next to Losef and turned to the lion. "I extend my condolences."

 The lion nodded.

 "Any word on Blumhaven?" asked Losef.

 Huromonus shook his head. "Doyle is still missing. Foul play is suspected. I will provide a formal report
before this meeting ends.""Very well," said Losef. "First order of business will be a discussion of the
twelfth known Birch attack."

 Inez said, "We should no longer infer that these attacks have anything to do with the Order of the Birch.
The Alexanders' retreat was attacked by a tripartite assassin. It seems obvious that this creature—and its
rulers—have dropped their smokescreen. The recent actions of this assassin no longer allude to political
terrorism traceable to the Order of the Birch. We are, plainly and simply, dealing with Paratwa."

 "Any new word on survivors?" asked Huromonus.

 "I'm a survivor," said the lion, feeling the anger gestating just beneath the surface, knowing that he had to
keep it in, knowing that brutal logic was needed now. "My security chief, Vilakoz, survived. The tway
who tricked us into its vehicle calmly drove the car to the E-Tech Security checkpoint outside the
retreat." The lion paused. "That tway even helped real E-Tech Security officers load the unconscious
Vilakoz into a medvan."

 "Unmitigated boldness," commented Huromonus. He stared at the lion for a long moment before turning
to his monitor. His fingers flashed across the keyboard used to maintain two-way communication with
E-Tech headquarters. Although Irryan Council meetings were usually considered closed-door sessions,
each Councillor was permitted to maintain data links with respective departmental entities.

 Inez started to say something when the small sharp-edged pentagon in the center of table came to life. A
quintet of identical swirling screens exposed the ruggedly handsome face of Jon Van Ostrand, Supreme
Commander of the Intercolonial Guardians, and the fifth Councillor of Irrya.

 "Sorry I'm late," announced Van Ostrand. "We had a minor problem with a nuclear warhead aboard one
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of our attack ships."

 Inez hunched forward, instantly concerned. La Gloria de la Ciencia was responsible for building most of
the defense net's nuclear arsenal. "Another construction defect?"

 "No, we solved the last of those problems months ago. This event was simply a matter of human error.
A minicrisis, but one that was fortuitously resolved."

 Van Ostrand's words originated from millions of miles away, instantaneously transmitted via the FTL, the
invention purportedly designed by Theophrastus of the Ash Ock and captured from Codrus fifty-six
years ago. The semiorganic transmitter was actually located far below street level of the Irryan Capitol
building; this pentagon merely served as a remote unit.

 All superluminal FTLs operated in linked pairs. One such pair bonded Van Ostrand with the Council
chambers. Aboard the Guardian Commander's op-base satellite, one-half of a completely different
FTL—the one taken from the Ash Ock and used as a prototype for this model—silently resonated in
step with its companion. And the other half of that FTL was presumed to be located aboard one of the
returning Paratwa starships.

 Van Ostrand's op-base, beyond the orbit of Jupiter, served as the nerve center for the Colonies' huge
defense network. Well over two million Guardians patrolled the outer regions of the system, waiting in
their nuclear-armed attack ships, defense satellites, and support colonies, poised to repel the invasion that
had been anticipated for over half a century.

 But since yesterday, the lion's already grave doubts about their ability to repel an invasion had grown
deeper. In fact, he no longer believed that the Colonies of Irrya possessed the power to resist the
returning Paratwa.

 We're going to be conquered. It was a defeatist attitude—he recognized it as such—but the idea
continued to cling to awareness, finding refuge there, bolstered by the schism emerging from his own
cowardice.

 "Jon," began Inez, "we were talking about yesterday's massacre. I was just about to ask the lion whether
he believes that Adam Lu Sang was the target of this attack?"

 The lion shook his head. "Adam was merely the trigger for the massacre. Obviously, his security was
breached." He gazed at Huromonus. "The E-Tech archives must have been compromised. Someone
found out that Adam was working on tracking down the sunsetter. This person—or persons— leaked
that information to the Paratwa. The tripartite assassin was set loose.""I read your formal report," said
Huromonus, still typing. "According to you and your co-conspirators—Inez, Nick, and Gillian—at least
one Paratwa leader, presumably the Ash Ock Sappho, is already within the Colonies."

 "Evidence suggests that conclusion."

 Huromonus stopped typing and faced the lion. "E-Tech is not sure whether to honor Adam-Lu Sang as
a hero or prosecute him as a traitor."

 "He's dead," stated the lion. "If all the facts were known, I believe most people would consider his
actions selfless and heroic."

 "Perhaps," said Huromonus. "Still, many matters concerned with Adam's traitorous archival activities
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need to be resolved. Lu Sang's violation of his security oath and his flagrant distribution of classified data
have created extensive repercussions. Even such tangents as the commencement of death benefits to his
family need to be addressed. . . ."

 Inez sighed. "What's the point? I strongly suggest that now—especially now—is not the time to
persecute a slain man."

 "Prosecution" corrected Huromonus, "naturally would be in absentia. But your objections are duly
noted." He paused. "I should also point out that under the Irryan constitution and E-Tech charter, the
activities of both you and the lion are subject to legal action."

 Losef jumped in. "I propose that any such legal actions be postponed until the Council has dealt with the
more pressing issues of the day."

 On the FTL screens, Van Ostrand looked noticeably relieved.

 "Agreed," said Huromonus.

 The lion knew that no one wanted to engage in an inter-agency dispute that had the potential of ripping
apart the Council. If there were any hope whatsoever of defeating the Paratwa, they had to maintain, at
least for the immediate future, a common front.

 "Losef," began Van Ostrand, "could we discuss the technology that was used during this massacre? We
received the reports, but my people here are extremely concerned about

 some of the weapons apparently utilized by this Paratwa assassin. Any additional ideas that might be
generated via a rehash might well save lives." The Guardian Commander did not need to add that he and
his troops could very well be the first lives thus saved.

 "No objections here," said Losef.

 Inez cleared her throat and accessed her own monitor. "La Gloria de la Ciencia has been collating all
available data, from the lion's people and from the two E-Tech officers who also survived the attack. The
recollections from one of those injured survivors, an Inspector Xornakoff, were particularly incisive.

 "We appear to be dealing with several applications of unknown technology. First and foremost, there
was the devastating weapon that destroyed the E-Tech assault craft. 'A glassy sphere attached to a thick
shaft that rose out of the ICN-disguised vehicle'—those are Inspector Xornakoff's words. This sphere
apparently produced coils of silvery light that, when they touched the body of the assault craft, caused an
implosion, followed immediately by a gravitational anomaly. The crushed remains of the assault craft were
hurtled upward—opposite normal-G expectations. The major pieces of the destroyed craft quickly
entered a rapidly decaying orbit within Irray's centersky. Hub control captured these fragments and
transferred them to one of La Gloria de la Cien-cia's research facilities.

 "Examination of the remains has shown a molecular breakdown—of unknown origin—affecting nearly all
of the plastics and metals within the vessel. However, the bodies of the crew exhibited no such molecular
deterioration—they died because of the incredible stresses inherent in the implosion. This factor suggests
that the weapon was designed for use against nonorganic materials."

 Van Ostrand frowned. "I've never heard of such a weapon. Are there any known pre-Apocalytic
prototypes?"
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 Huromonus shook his head. "Preliminary checks of the archives have thus far located no corollaries.
Naturally, it's possible that such data once existed and never survived theApocalypse. Or, the sunsetter
may have wiped out all traces of this weapon."

 "About this sunsetter," posed Van Ostrand. "Is there any possibility that the real goal of this mysterious
data destroyer is to infiltrate our defense network? And not the archives, as has been assumed?"

 "An interesting theory," replied the lion, "but one that we have pretty much dismissed."

 Inez agreed. "Adam Lu Sang and Nick looked into that possibility very early on, but they ruled it out as
too complex for even the sunsetter to accomplish. The sunsetter is capable of decimating specific
programs, even duplicate programs within the same system, but there is no way for it to permanently
destroy, for instance, a particular program within your defense network. If it wiped out such data, you
could simply replace the data after cleansing the system. The sunsetter's great destructive capabilities
within the archives arise from the fact that many of those programs are irreplaceable."

 "Granted that what you're saying is true," continued Van Ostrand, "would it not be possible for this
sunsetter to, at least temporarily, paralyze the operation of our defense network at a critical juncture?"

 "Yes," admitted Inez, "I suppose that's possible."

 The lion shook his head. "But Nick and Adam considered such a scenario unlikely. As is stated in my
formal report, the sunsetter seems to be irrevocably attuned to hunting down and destroying this one
particular ancient program: Freebird. All of its actions to date point to a search-and-destroy mission
aimed at wiping out this Freebird."

 "For reasons that are not yet comprehended," said Van Ostrand.

 "Correct."

 Huromonus added, "Since my action/probe confirmed what Adam Lu Sang knew from the
beginning—that there was a sunsetter loose in the archives—we have turned up some disturbing
irregularities in the network, dating back to a period some twenty-two years ago. That is when we
believe the sunsetter was first allowed to penetrate the archives."

 "How?" asked Van Ostrand.

 "We don't know."

 Inez said, "There are rumors . . . that Doyle Blumhaven is suspected of being involved with the original
inputting of this sunsetter."

 Huromonus shrugged. "We investigate many rumors. But until substantial evidence is uncovered, we will
let the freelancers handle such allegations."

 It had to be Blumhaven, thought the lion. Huromonus must also suspect that Doyle was involved,
although he obviously was not yet ready to make such knowledge public. Nevertheless: if Doyle had
something to do with inputting the sunsetter, then that means he is in league with the Paratwa. Did they kill
him too? Did the Paratwa make Doyle disappear in the same manner that Susan Quint was made to
vanish?
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 Inez cleared her throat. "Getting back to the technology utilized by the assassin, we believe that the
explosion on the ridge in front of the house was the result of traditional rocket-launched explosives. A
geo cannon sprocketed with vapor grenades is our best guess. It was likely mounted along the
underframe of the attack vehicle. Several Costeaus who were wearing active crescent webs were also
believed to have been killed by this weapon. A geo cannon is one of the few artillery weapons known to
be able to blast through a defensive web."

 "Why wasn't this ICN vehicle scanned when it entered your retreat?" asked Van Ostrand, with just the
faintest trace of accusation in his voice. "You have state-of-the-art tracking gear."

 The lion sighed. More than any of them, Van Ostrand— the militarist—longed to find fault with the
methodology of their defenses. He wasn't there at the retreat. He doesn't understand.

 "The vehicle was scanned," the lion answered calmly. "Absolutely nothing unusual was detected."

 Van Ostrand frowned. "So it appears that we are also confronted by superior screening devices."

 "That's correct," said Inez. "Also in this regard, the Paratwa apparently possess a crescent web nullifier
more powerful than our own salene. When this nullifier was activated, all active webs, within an area of
unknown parameters, were deac-rivaled. By comparison, our own salene is capable only of temporarily
interrupting an energy field."

 "So they're ahead of us there, as well," murmured Van Ostrand.

 "It would appear so," said Inez. "And although our salene—used against one of the tways by Buff
Boscondo—did disrupt the assassin's web, it did so only momentarily. The tway was quickly able to
neutralize the salene's discharge."

 Huromonus turned to the lion. "This Costeau—this Buff—I am curious as to where she procured her
salene. E-Tech still lists that device as a fully restricted item. As yet, only a few special E-Tech Security
units possess them."

 The lion sighed. "As I understand it, the prototype has been available on the Sirak-Brath black market
for quite some time."

 "I suppose that fact should not surprise me," replied Huromonus, "given the extent of E-Tech corruption
that my people have thus far uncovered."

 Van Ostrand arched his eyebrows. "This Buff Boscondo— did she survive the attack?"

 The lion stared at the far wall. "We found her in the A-frame, in what was left of one of the rooms. Buff
had been killed in a particularly gruesome manner. She was slain by the tway known as Slasher, literally
chopped to pieces by flash daggers."

 "I see," muttered Van Ostrand.

 Inez explained. "Buff had been with Gillian and Martha during the Venus Cluster incident. At the retreat
massacre, none of the other close-combat victims bore such severe injuries. Buff's wounds would
indicate that the Paratwa bore an extreme personal grudge."

"Gauging by the force of the explosion that occurred here, that scenario was a
distinct possibility. Unfortunately, our society does not consider category Three biohazards dangerous
enough to warrant serious containment." She scowled again, displeased at such laxity.

 That word also requires prudent handling.

 She vowed, / will make greater efforts toward perfection in this area.

 A weirdly cheerful grin blossomed on Timmy's face. He gazed back and forth between Empedocles. "It
is still hard for me to believe that you have returned. All these years ... all these efforts. . . . But success
has come at last. You are whole once again. Your glory has been restored. It is good to have you back."

 Empedocles rested a hand from each tway on Timmy's shoulders. "It is good to be back," he uttered in
stereo, thinking: This fool requires the humors of sentimentality and nostalgia to maintain clarify of thought.

 "She was the true overseer of the royal Caste, although her

 leadership was carefully filtered through a decision-making process involving all four of us. She was most
subtle in this. Even Aristotle, in the beginning, did not comprehend that most of our actions ultimately
coincided with Sappho's desires.
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 "Codrus, alas, never grew conscious of her hidden domination. In fact, Codrus even failed to
comprehend that Sappho actually welcomed the Apocalypse." Timmy scowled. "As a specialist, Codrus
was brilliant, but he carried unto death a naivete that was, in many ways, truly astonishing.

 "And then there was Theophrastus. Generally, our scientific maestro applied his formidable logic to
support Sappho's ideas, although he was most careful to maintain an air of political neutrality. In fact, he
often publicly disputed her suggestions. But, actually, Theophrastus was unswervingly loyal to her.

Ostensibly, the plan was to gather as many
Paratwa as possible and retreat into space—to escape the Apocalypse by colonizing another world."

Sappho
understood the nature of such a deep desire, a secret dream shared by many of the Paratwa. She
understood how to cultivate that dream, how to build it into a thing capable of generating fanatic loyalty."

 "From the very beginning. There was never any intentionof colonizing other planets." Timmy grinned and
patted the Susan/tway's arm.

Empedocles responded through his Gillian/tway, "It would seem as if Sappho sought always
to camouflage herself under cover of the group mind. She practiced invisible politics—inducing actions
that could not be traced back to her doorstep."

In the beginning, Aristode assumed that
her 'invisible polities' was merely an elegant means of controlling the royal Caste. But later he came to
understand that her deceptive ways were also an integral part of a most peculiar psychological makeup.

 "At any rate, now more curious than ever to uncover Sappho's secrets, Aristode began to study her
every action, follow her every move. She possessed numerous odd behavior patterns, and one of the
most curious of these involved her frequent treks to Brazilian coastal cities. During most of her travels, the
plenary tway traveled alone, but when a journey was to be made to one of these Brazilian seaports, the
partial always accompanied her."

 "Plenary tway?" asked Empedocles. "Partial?"

 "Ahh, yes. Sappho's configuration. Again, I race ahead of myself. Please forgive me.

 "There had been a serious genetic mishap during Sappho's lab gestation—at least, that was the accepted
story, which by this time, Aristotle regarded with a great deal of skepticism. Be that as it may, one of
Sappho's tways possessed severe physiological defects.

 "Her halves could not have been more different. The tway known as the plenary was a beautiful and
seductive woman, a spellbinding creature, a witch able to attract men die way parched soil sucks in
rainwater. In start contrast, her other tway, referred to as the partial, never grew beyond die size of a
small child. The partial was born without arms and legs. She was cursed with neurosynaptic
malformations that, when she was awake, caused almost constant facial neuralgia. The severity of these
malformations made it impossible to attach even the most basic prosthetic devices."

 Empedocles recalled the armless, legless child he had come across during early explorations of the
underwater vessel."In our younger years," continued Timmy, "in Thi Ma-loca, the plenary used to
transport the partial around in a simple electric carriage. Later, the partial was placed in a semipermanent
gyropros. This fully robotic container, as well as automatically handling the partial's bodily functions,
permitted a limited means of self-transport. The partial eventually learned to control basic gyropros
movements via simple auditory commands."

 "The partial was . . . intelligent?" asked Empedocles, realizing that his questions was imprecise even as
he uttered it. But Timmy did not challenge his vagueness.

The tways were both living in a private European scraper along the old
border of Yugo/Hungary. Sappho occupied a ninety-first floor suite. The scraper was one of those
ultraexpensive, ultrasecret hotels, where the entire staff, even the lowliest of servants, were prevented
from transferring data to the outside world. At the end of each shift, the work-

 ers were thoroughly searched, scanned, and administered cribloc injections to erase all short-term
memories. Each day, the entire operating staff had to be given a refresher course, relearn such forgotten
details as the layout of the hotel and the names of the guests.

 "The royal Caste had access to one another, of course, so Aristotle knew Sappho's home arrangements.
He arrived at the hotel with the knowledge that only the partial would be there. Utilizing a needbreeder,
his own cribloc injections, and some careful bribes, Aristotle managed to have the partial's breakfast
tainted with an untraceable soporific. And so Jalka, tway of Aristotle, in servant's regalia, penetrated
hotel security and entered Sappho's suite.

 "The partial, having been fed her drugged breakfast by the gyropros, was unconscious." Timmy again
closed his natural eye. "I remember it clearly. Feeding tubes were still attached to the partial's tiny mouth.
Spittle dripped from her chin. And the gyropros' eclectics had become trapped in a logic loop, repeating
the same progress, over and over. The machine's arms would withdraw the tubes from her mouth, wash
her face, reinsert the tubes, determine that she was not swallowing, then again withdraw the tubes.
Obviously, there had been a severe failure in the eclectics' programming—"

 "What did Aristotle learn?" prodded Empedocles.

 "Learn ... oh, yes. First, Aristotle disabled the eclectics and locked down its sensors. Then he integrated
his own scan template—complete with a false set of customized spatiotemp memories—into the suite's
internal security net. He had thought of all possible ways that his clandestine activities might be detected,
and he had taken appropriate precautions. He could conceive of only one possible means for Sappho to
find out about his secret visit."

 "Through the tway herself," concluded Empedocles.

 "Precisely. The plenary, who was currently thousands of miles away, should have been wondering why
her handicapped partial had fallen asleep in the middle of breakfast—an odd occurrence, at best. But if
Aristotle's theory regarding the partial was correct, then even that possibility would pose no threat to his
safety."And so the examination of Sappho's partial took place. In less than twenty minutes, Aristotle had
learned that his theory was even more correct than he could have imagined. The partial—this armless and
legless thing that lived the majority of its existence strapped into the gyropros—was not really alive, at
least, not in the fullest Ash Ock sense of the word.
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 "The partial's true internal makeup was disguised by a self-generated skin screen. But beneath the
protective field, die partial was fabricated out of biochips—sophisticated nano-cellular components—and
of a type totally unfamiliar to Aristotle.

 "The more he learned, the more utterly bizarre die reality of die royal Caste began to appear. Neither
Aristotle nor his tways were capable of suffering true paranoia, but after the visit to the partial, his
suspicions had certainly reached an apex.

 "Concurrently, Aristotie also had begun to investigate the backgrounds of Thi Maloca's Ash Ock
scientists—die so-called creators of die royal Caste. This quickly bloomed into yet another great
mystery. Aristotle's secret inquiries and data traces revealed that all of Thi Maloca's scientific contingent
had fake histories. The 'creators' had been recruited from all over the globe, yet data roadblocks existed
wherever Aristode attempted to research their immediate genealogies. Ultimately frustrated, he was
forced to the conclusion that the Ash Ock scientists had come out of nowhere. They had no pasts.

 "It was at this point in time when Aristode decided he needed to safeguard his growing tapestry of
strange facts. He had penetrated die fledgling E-Tech archival network, which was being prepared by
agglomerating masses of data from the world's computer systems. Widiin the archives, Aristode
discovered a very powerful rescue program, called Freebird. Using it as a prototype, he fashioned his
own particular model. His Freebird, secredy hidden widiin die archives, would become a repository for
all the data he was compiling on Sappho and the royal Caste. If something should happen to Aristode ..."
Timmy hesitated, stared solemnly at the floor.

 "Go on," urged Empedocles, hoping to refocus him before another bout of melancholia produced
silence.
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 Timmy looked up, startled. "Where was I?"

 Empedocles forced patience. "You were discussing Free-bird."

Should Sappho discover his secret investigations and attempt to take ultimate sanctions against him,
Aristotle could threaten to open Freebird and turn its information over to E-Tech. Freebird was intended
to be his 'ace in the hole.' In the event that things went wrong, the program might serve to rescue Aristotle
from disaster.

 "His obvious next step was to investigate Sappho's plenary tway. She had to hold the keys to this entire
enigma. Aristotle concluded that he had to learn more about her clandestine trips to these various
Brazilian coastal cities.

 "And so Aristotle waited until the next occasion when both tways journeyed together to South America.
After Sappho's tways returned and the plenary had once again departed on other business—leaving the
partial alone at the European hotel—Aristotle sprang into action.

 "Another complex sequence of events . . . another soporific injected into the partial's food . . . and tway
Jalka again entered Sappho's suite. The recorders, implanted months earlier, were successfully removed
from the unconscious android.

 "Aristotle journeyed back to his own current operational base in Cape Town, South Africa. And it was
there, in the sheltered privacy of his villa, where he accessed the implants' aural/visual data and
uncovered the truth of the Paratwa."

 Through the ears of Empedocles, Gillian listened, at first fascinated by this story that transcended all that
he had heretofore known or suspected. But as Aristotle's tale continued, he found himself wishing for a
sort of oblivion, a deevolution of data, a way to reduce this expanding sphere of cognition. He wanted to
be able to somehow revert, fall backward in time, be carried on a temporal stream toward a simplicity of
form and function. He wanted to blot all new knowledge from consciousness.

 Had he been in control of his body, he suspected that he would have gone looking for another fight.
Full-body flush; a cathartic release of psychic turmoil. But being an amalgam offered no such opportunity.
There was no escape.

 Susan perceived Gillian's torment though she could not understand the reason for it. To her, Timmy's
story was utterly intriguing. What's wrong?

 I'm afraid, he responded calmly, maintaining a degree of composure to prevent Empedocles from
sensing his discomfort.

 Afraid of what?

 1 don't know.

 Timmy slipped into his best instructor's pose: backbone straight, chin tilted back, eyes pinched slightly
closed as if trying to gaze upon vistas far beyond the cramped odorous walls of the chamber.
Empedocles recalled that such a posture had usually preceded Aristotle's drier lectures.
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 "There are five basic forces of nature," Timmy began. "Gravitation, electromagnetism, the strong nuclear,
the weak nuclear, and the T-psionic.

 "It is the fifth force, the T-psionic, which accounts for the phenomenon of the binary interlink, the ability
of a Paratwa's tways to remain telepathically linked no matter what distance might separate them. The
T-psionic is the newest of the five, not having been discovered until the middle of the twenty-first century,
when the McQuade Unity was developed, permitting Paratwa to be bred. But even at the height of Earth
science, in those years before the Apocalypse, there was never a clear and full understanding of the
properties and parameters of the T-psionic force. However, it was suspected that within the complexity
of life on Earth, the vast carpet of organic activity that was once the sine qua non of the planet— gaia, as
it were—it was suspected that within this familiar sphere, the T-psionic remained an essentially weak
force, reaching its full resonance only among the mind-linked Paratwa.

 "In fact, many twenty-first century scientists believed that the T-psionic force actually occurred at varying
intensities throughout the universe, just as gravitation, for example, varied according to the amount of
mass present within a particular area of space. One theory suggested that the closer one came to the
center of a galaxy, the greater the intensity of theT-psionic force. It was also believed—quite rightly, as it
turned out—that the degree of T-psionic force existing within our own spatial arena, out here near the
edge of the galaxy, remained at a particularly low level.

 "Now let us imagine another place—another world, far closer to the galactic core—where the force of
the T-psionic was not weak but immensely strong, where the attributes of this T-psionic force directly
influenced the primordial biosphere of an emergent planet. Imagine a world where the impetus of
evolution, consistently patterned by the ability of all organisms to generate telepathic linkages, eventually
led to the development of intelligence.

 "Imagine this strange world where everything communicated, where the distinctions between plant and
animal, between herbivore and carnivore, between male and female even, remained of minor import, at
least in comparison to our own planet—where inter- and intraspecies domination developed as the
primary motif. Imagine the ultimate rise of a particular combination of cooperating organisms upon this
world—an intelligence composed of a multiplicity of interacting lifeforms, telepathically cojoined to
achieve common ends. At its highest level, an intelligence consisting of pairs— tways— each
telepathically linked half composed of a vast conglomerate of lesser cooperatively existing organisms.
Such tways themselves would be untroubled by the necessities of procreation; their individual
components would take care of such specific needs, at various paces, in varying styles.

 "Let us give a name to this alien master race, these sets of tways made up of mutual conglomerates of
cooperating organisms. Let us call them the Os/Ka/Loq.

 "We do not know when the Os/Ka/Loq first grew their great organic interstellar vessels. Five thousand
years ago? A hundred thousand? A million? Suffice it to say that they became a spacefaring species a
very long time ago. They sent out many of these massive vessels, filled not only with their own tways but
with representative organisms from the entire sweep of cooperative life existing on their homeworld. Each
great vessel, as it were, was a miniature gaia.

 "These immense starships scoured the galaxy, navigating

 not according to any spatial or temporal relationships—as human beings might—but choosing their
directions primarily on the strength of T-psionic impulses. The stronger the force of the T-psionic in a
particular sector of space, the more intensely the Os/Ka/Loq vessel was attracted in that direction. And
where an Os/Ka/Loq starship came upon another planet bearing life, whether intelligent or not, they
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sought to reseed it with their own syntheses of life.

 "The Os/Ka/Loq, quite naturally, never developed what we might refer to as a sanctifying respect for
intelligent species. That concept simply did not occur to the occupants of world where the T-psionic
force was so inordinately potent. Lifeforms on planets where the T-psionic force remained weak were
perceived as perversions of what was natural. They were reseeded with what was natural—organisms
from the Os/Ka/Loq's home planet. Native populations were either vigorously eliminated or, where
possible, coapled. The presence of an intelligent species on a world was never a factor in Os/Ka/Loq
plans. Intelligence itself, although admired as a sophisticated evolutionary adaptation, was not the Os/
Ka/Loq's guiding factor in what they considered superior life. Alien organisms were graded in importance
according to the strength of their telepathic linkages.

 "There was a particular Os/Ka/Loq vessel, known as the Biodyysey, which had drifted into our
immediate spatial sector, our kascht. Since the T-psionic force remained relatively weak within the
boundaries of this kascht—which encompasses our solar system as well as many nearby stars—I can
only speculate as to why the Biodyysey came here. Perhaps the Os/Ka/Loq had already reseeded all of
the inner galactic worlds. Perhaps they perceived Earth, with its poverty of T-psionic force, as a new
challenge. I cannot say precisely. All that is known for certain is that at some time in the early years of the
twenty-first century, one of the Biodyysey's probe ships secretly landed on Earth. Or, should I say,
landed beneath the ocean, several hundred miles off the coast of South America. You are now, of
course, within that probe—this cell of the Os/Ka/Loq.

 "There was a solitary Os/Ka/Loq intelligence aboard thisprobe—a tway—who naturally maintained
T-psionic contact with her other tway aboard the Biodyysey. The methodology of Os/Ka/Loq
exploration provided for numerous probes, each containing a tway, to be ejected from the mother ship.
Each probe was to seek out hospitable planets and prepare them for reseeding according to Os/Ka/Loq
principles.

 "The particular tway who landed here on Earth urged her brethren to consider our kascht as the place of
their next re-seeding. Despite the fact that our kascht reeked of the lacking—that is, its T-psionic force
remained exceptionally weak—this tway was able to convince her fellow Os/Ka/Loq explorers that the
Earth was their best choice. Far from the galactic core, with reseedable planets likely becoming harder
and harder to locate, the Os/Ka/Loq aboard the Biodyysey came to an agreement that the Earth would
be their next target.

 "And so the Biodyysey steered a course toward the solar system. And here on Earth, far beneath the
waters of the Atlantic Ocean, the tway aboard this probe set about making the necessary preparations
for the mother ship's arrival.

 "Her Os/Ka/Loq name is unpronounceable—just as the word Os/Ka/Loq itself was coined for the
benefit of humans. But by now, you must certainly know who I'm talking about."

 "Sappho," murmured Empedocles.

 "Yes . . . Sappho.

 "She set about studying the lifeforms on our planet. Rather quickly, I presume, she came to the
realization that our world offered some unique hindrances to the reseeding. That low-level T-psionic
force that dominated our spatial neighborhood had led to the development of life on Earth where the
concepts of domination/submission had been carried to extremes. From the Os/Ka/Loq point of view,
the Earth must have looked like one crazy place, with nearly every species on the planet fighting for
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survival. Instead of the basic Os/Ka/ Loq notion, which might be aptly expressed as cooperation of the
fittest, our world boasted something quite different."

 "Survival of the fittest," offered Empedocles.

 "Indeed. Survival of the fittest. Our planet lacked what the Os/Ka/Loq perceived as even the basic
stabilizing influence

 of a moderate T-psionic force. On Earth, millions of years of intense rivalries among countless species
had produced a wild continuum of plants and animals, all at odds with one another, all fighting for a piece
of the pie. Individuality carried to extremes."

 Empedocles adopted twin frowns. "These Os/Ka/Loq must have had some notion of individuality? If this
tway of Sappho was here on Earth alone, she must have been making at least some of her own
decisions."

 "That is correct. The Os/Ka/Loq, although maintaining telepathic alignments with all lifeforms that
developed upon their world, still existed as individual conglomerates of entities. It is the degree of the
T-psionic force that distinguishes us from them. The T-psionic force is extremely weak here on our
planet, but it does exist. On the Os/Ka/Loq homeworld, it is far stronger, but even there it has limitations.
Individuality exists in both places. Like most facets of the universe, the process ultimately comes down to
a matter of relativity.

 "I once came across a monograph Theophrastus did on the subject of T-psionic field strengths. He
postulated that there might be an ultimate place of T-psionic interaction, where the force would be so
strong that no possible individual distinctions could ever come into being. Only one lifeform would ever
exist there; one entity composed of everything, a cell unto itself.

 "At any rate, here on Earth, this tway of Sappho began the secret exploration of our world. She sent out
small robotic probe ships, which gathered numerous lifeforms to return to this cell for analysis, for genetic
experimentation."

 "The things in the cages," said Empedocles, through the mouth of Susan.

 "Yes. Early experiments, for the most part. Later, of course, as Sappho became more skilled working
with our genetic material, her results improved remarkably. But in the beginning, there were numerous
bizarre mutations. Some of the more unusual ones were preserved."

 "A museum for their aberrations," said Empedocles.

 "Yes, a museum of sorts. But Aristotle always assumed that from the point of view of telepathic entities
like the Os/Ka/Loq—themselves composed of a multiplicity of awareness-linked organisms—the idea of
aberration would not have been a well-developed concept. No matter how bizarre the mutation, the
Os/Ka/Loq would remain telepathically linked with it. Therefore, it would be part of their consensual
consciousness, no more alien to them than your arm or leg might be to you. But here on our planet, within
a kascht that reeked of the lacking to such a high degree, such mutations could have proved inordinately
fascinating. Twinhead, for example. An utterly unique individual for two reasons. First, twinhead
possessed little or no telepathic consciousness. And second, his actual appearance placed him a great
distance from the genetic prototype. He was a true one-of-a-kind. A true museum piece.

 "Anyway, the tway of Sappho made good progress with her experiments. Within a few years, she was
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successfully recreating 'normal' human beings, at least normal in appearance. Many of these humans were
later used in Thi Maloca, enslaved to Sappho's will via mnemonic cursors."

 "The so-called Ash Ock scientists," mused Empedocles. "That's why you couldn't locate histories for
them. The scientists all were born and raised here, within this cell."

 "Precisely. But the scientists themselves represented only the beginning of Sappho's plan. What she
ultimately sought was a foothold on our world, a way to transplant stronger aspects of the T-psionic
force into earthly form. By the mid-twenty-first century, she had succeeded. It was Sappho who actually
was responsible for the astonishing breakthrough known across the globe as the McQuade Unity. The
famed Scottish lab credited with discovering these primitive telepathic masses merely had served as a
front for her efforts.

 "It was Sappho who made possible a limited form of direct T-psionic prowess for the human race, for
the artificially grown McQuade Unity, when injected into a pair of dissimilar fetuses, caused those fetuses
to grow and develop as one.

 "It was Sappho who designed and introduced the binary variation of telepathic wholeness that became
known as the Paratwa."

 Empedocles had always considered himself immune to as-

 tonishment, seeing it as an emotionally based reaction to a rapid overload of fresh information, something
that could be overcome through concentration and analysis. But when both of his mouths dropped
open—when he experienced genuine surprise—he realized that, under the right conditions, any
parameter could be exceeded.

 Timmy continued. "And it was Sappho who first transferred her own genetic material, her own
consciousness, into a female fetus, thus, in a way, serving as her own creator, making herself into the first
and only Paratwa of mixed species. One tway human, one tway Os/Ka/Loq. Firstborn of the royal
Caste. The human portion—the plenary—endowed with a T-psionic field capable of extending her
lifespan far beyond the limited boundaries of human beings."

 "Six hundred years," whispered Empedocles.

 "Yes. Well in excess of what pre-Apocalyptic science was capable of granting, despite transplants and
regenerative techniques. Aristotle always suspected that six hundred years was only a fraction of an
average Os/Ka/Loq lifespan. But six hundred years was a most impressive achievement, nonetheless,
considering that the genetic material used to create Sappho's plenary was strictly Earth-based.

 "When she was still a small child, the plenary tway, who was fully iconically conscious, arranged for the
Ash Ock scientists to produce three more Paratwa. Those three were to be trained as specialists in
disparate fields.

 "Codrus would be the financial expert, Aristotle the political master, and Theophrastus, the research
scientist. A bit later, it was decided that a fifth Ash Ock would be necessary. But I'll explain the reasons
for your creation in a moment.

 "Sappho also fabricated her partial 'tway,' building the android from nanocellular components readily
available within this cell. In fact, the form of biochip technology found in the partial, which had earlier
mystified Aristotle, forms the basis for almost their entire scientific attainment. The Os/Ka/Loq grow most
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of their tools—the massive seedships, these smallar probes, many of their weapons."

 "FTL transmitters?" asked Empedocles.

 "No. The FTL was a true invention of Theophrastus. Andalthough he based it on Os/Ka/Loq
technology, I believe he specifically designed it so that it could be manufactured instead of grown . . .
which explains how and why the FTL was able to be replicated by Colonial scientists.

 "The basic genetic structures of all Paratwa utilized earthly DNA. But for the Ash Ock
fetuses—including Sappho's plenary—the particular McQuade Unity injected to produce the telepathic
interlace differed substantially from the type used in the creation of the other breeds. This McQuade
Unity had been endowed with an invisible aspect of sorts . . . an undetectable distillation of what the
Os/Ka/Loq possessed naturally, yet a variation specific to our kascht."

 Timmy released a sigh. "I confess my scientific inadequacies here. My explanation does not do justice to
the phenomenon of the Ash Ock. But I'm afraid that only Theophrastus—or the Os/Ka/Loq—could
define the depth of our existence more clearly. Suffice it to say that we of the royal Caste have nothing in
our genes that makes us the way we are. This should clarify something that you certainly must have been
curious about over the years."

 Empedocles gave a double nod. "No medical exam ever detected evidence indicating that my tways had
greatly extended lifespans."

 "Precisely. Just as your very existence as a tway of a Paratwa remained unfathomable, so too did your
extraordinary life expectancy, for both concepts have nothing to do with DNA and everything to do with
the T-psionic. And this fifth force of nature still remains basically immeasurable by the methodologies of
earth science.

 "However, there was an unexpected side effect involving the creation of the Ash Ock. The tway-sets
were endowed with a certain . . . weakness. The Os/Ka/Loq creature known as Sappho, with one tway
on the Biodyysey and one tway on Earth, had been a solitary consciousness—up until that moment when
the tway here on Earth transferred her consciousness into human form. From that instant, Sappho was
able to exist as a pair of distinct halves. The side effect gave rise to the most unique aspect of the royal
Caste: the ability of the Ash Ock Paratwa to live in both worlds, to be

 either one or two, to be able to split into separately conscious tways or unite into monarchy."

 Empedocles shrugged his Gillian/tway. "I always suspected that having conscious halves was a flaw. The
natural perfection of monarchy was forever being interrupted by these lesser awarenesses, these side
effects." He stopped abruptly. Fresh comprehension filled him with excitement. He smiled, allowing both
faces to express his triumph.

 "Ahh, my good student," said Timmy, grinning also. "I see now that you finally understand. Be of good
cheer, Empedocles. From now on, your problems in this area will be notably diminished."

 Gillian steeled his emotions, using every bit of willpower at his command to prevent an undercurrent of
devastating terror from bursting out of him and entering their monarch's field of vision. / know why I'm
afraid, he projected.

 Susan waited.
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 Gillian drew what he imagined to be a deep breath; he tried to induce those mnemonic aspects that had
once been his lips to propel the terror out of him. But the words refused to come.

 What is it? asked Susan, perceiving his reluctance, his growing fear. Whatever it is, Gillian, you have to
say it. Even if he hears you. Just say it.

 Gillian imagined himself nodding his head. The words came. / can't go back again. He imagined his
breath coming in short palsied spurts. He imagined himself hyperventilating.

 Susan projected bewilderment. What do you mean?

 I can't go back again, he repeated. / can't return to my body. I'm trapped here.

 I . . . don't understand. You said that we just had to wait for the proper conflux of circumstances. You
said that under the proper conditions, we could dissolve the interlace....

 I was wrong. He sensed bitter laughter rising from his guts. / was so afraid of the alternative—becoming
like Timmy, Gillian and Empedocles melding together into a new consciousness—that I lost sight of the
truth.

 What truth? demanded Susan, not worrying whether or notEmpedocles sensed her
emotions—frustration mixed with a growing fear.

 Gillian forced himself to continue. Here, within this cell of the Os/Ka/Loq, where the purities of the
T-psionic force have been maintained, Timmy was able to correct arrhythmia, of the whelm. But that was
not all he was able to do. Besides incorporating you, Susan Quint, into the wholeness of Empedocles,
thus bringing back a fully dualistic Paratwa, Timmy also arranged it so that I could never escape this
amalgamated state of consciousness.

 Susan found herself refusing to accept his conclusions. How do you know?

 The mnemonic cursors! They've put some kind of a hold on me. I can feel it! Within my body—within
the consciousness of Gillian—these control cursors have been configured to prevent me from ever
attempting to dissolve the interlace. Timmy must have issued specific commands to the cursors while I
was in one of my dream states. He arranged for me to be subsumed forever to the will of the monarch. I
can't break free!

 Susan forced resolve into her words. If Timmy issued those commands to your mnemonic cursors, then
he must also know the counter phrases that would reverse their effects.

"Why did Sappho need a fifth Ash Ock?"
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 Timmy smiled. "For the Apocalypse, of course. I do not know for certain whether or not the
nuclear/biological decimation of 2099 would have occurred without Os/Ka/Loq assistance. The human
race was becoming more and more self-destructive in its own right. In fact, it's even possible that
humanity's pre-Apocalyptic excesses were the prime factor at-

 tracting the Biodyysey to this world in the first place. It was—as those contemporary semiotic-driven
freelancers might phrase it—'ripe for the picking.'

 "But whatever the case, the Os/Ka/Loq planned for the Apocalypse to occur. We, die Ash Ock, along
with Paratwa from dozens of other breeding labs, were destined to be the agents of planetary decimation.
Sappho created the royal Caste specifically to unite the thousands of Paratwa so that humanity's
destructive tendencies could be accelerated and brought into line with the Os/Ka/Loq timetable. But
apparently, the drive toward global havoc fell behind schedule."

 Empedocles murmured. "That's why I was created. To ensure that the Apocalypse occurred on time."

 "Yes, that was the primary reason. Also, Sappho was beginning to fear the sheer savagery of some of
the binaries. Many Paratwa refused to grant allegiance to the Ash Ock because the royal Caste were not
warriors. The Ash Ock did not live by the binding creeds of the assassin. Because of that perceived
shortcoming, many Paratwa still refused to trust the Ash Ock.

 "In addition, there were a handful of Paratwa in outright revolt against the royal Caste, a handful shrewd
enough to perceive that the Ash Ock were actually attempting to achieve the Apocalypse. These few
Paratwa actively opposed Sappho and her minions and worked to defend the Earth against the royal
Caste.

 "And as a final problem, there were a handful of erratic Paratwa—the walking time bombs like
Reemul—whose fre-quendy unpredictable actions also threatened the sanctity of the Os/Ka/Loq
timetable.

 "In short, too wide a conceptual gap existed between the ordinary breeds and the Ash Ock. Many of
the assassins were beginning to buy the Ash Ock 'dream' of a united race of Paratwa, but many others
remained unable, or unwilling, to grant their full allegiance.

 "And so, you were created. Empedocles—the Ash Ock warrior, whose mastery in combat would help
doubters become Ash Ock sympathizers." Timmy grinned. "You were to bring new stability to the
concept of a united Paratwa, so thatthe Os/Ka/Loq vision of Earth destruction could occur as planned.
In fact, even though the E-Tech raid on Thi Maloca and the death of Catharine cut short your 'career,'
the very fact of your existence proved beneficial. Meridian's allegiance to the royal Caste was further
sealed by a challenge to train you and make you the best of the assassins. And Meridian's early reports
on your abilities, coupled with my own high recommendations, did serve to bring some wavering Paratwa
into the fold.

 "Of course, Sappho and Theophrastus were aware that you yourself could, theoretically, also become
an eventual threat to their plans."

 Empedocles nodded twice. "That's why they implanted my tways with mnemonic cursors and arranged a
specific technique for arming those cursors."

 "Exactly. It was to be a means of control, albeit a limited one, for only your tways could fall under the
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manipulation of that protolingual tongue—which, incidentally, came from a deep-brain language
developed by the Os/Ka/Loq. But your monarchial consciousness remained capable of overriding any
mnemonic cursor." Timmy paused. "They did not want to provide that severe an inhibition upon your
natural abilities.

 "And so, to a small degree, your influence did help maintain the Os/Ka/Loq timetable. The Apocalypse
occurred on schedule. Gaia—the totality of Earth's organic concoction— was essentially erased from the
planet. This tapestry of life, which reeked of the lacking, which was perceived as totally unnatural by
Os/Ka/Loq standards, was wiped out to prepare the Earth for reseeding.

 "You see, the great strength of Os/Ka/Loq lifeforms— their ability to develop in telepathic harmony with
one another—also remains their greatest weakness. Without extreme efforts on their behalf, the tapestry
of Os/Ka/Loq life could not hope to compete with organisms from environments where T-psionic
energies remained spartan. In particular, within the kascht of ultracompetitive Earth organisms, where the
concept of survival of the fittest reigned supreme, the Os/Ka/Loq lifeforms would have stood litde chance
of

 survival. The delicacy of their interdependence requires a less threatening, more gende ecosphere.

 "Although Earth remained weak in the T-psionic force, it did possess the proper attributes for sustaining
organic life. Despite the vast differences between Os/Ka/Loq and Earth organisms, the planets
themselves shared what was indeed a rarity throughout the Os/Ka/Loq-explored galaxy. Both worlds
existed within that proper window of biological opportunity, which permitted carbon-based lifeforms to
thrive near maximum levels."

 Empedocles produced two mild frowns. "The Os/Ka/Loq obviously possess tools far superior to
Earth-based technology. Why such a convoluted plan for destroying Earth's organic tapestry? Why not
simply come here in their starship—this Biodyysey—and wipe out the planetary gaia? Then simply
terraform the world to their own specifications?"

 "Excellent questions," complimented Timmy. "And you are correct in your assessment of their
technological superiority. But still, they do have limits. For one thing, they do not possess FTL travel.
Einstein's paradigm continues to thwart them. Consequendy, they move very slowly throughout the
galaxy.

 "But what you perceive as a convoluted plan is not really that way at all. In actuality, the Os/Ka/Loq,
after coundess millennia of experience, have adopted a most expedient method for 'terraforming' alien
worlds for reseeding. Remember, this cell that we are in—this seed ship—was just one of many sent out
ahead of the Biodyysey, in all directions. And each of these cells, containing an Os/Ka/Loq tway,
explores widiin a specific temporal range of die mother ship. As far as I understand, that range has never
been greatly altered tiiroughout their spacefaring history.

 "When this cell—when Sappho—first reported of conditions here on Earth, the Biodyysey remained
approximately three Earth centuries away from our planet. As I said, these individual cells always explore
within a specific temporal range of their main vessels. The Os/Ka/Loq are a very calculating, very
deliberate species. Long ago, they must have developed this modus operandi for reseeding hostile
planets." Timmypaused. "Can you grasp the significance of that temporal framework?"

 "I believe so," Empedocles replied slowly. "My Gillian-tway gained certain knowledge from the Czar,
regarding the natural renewal of the Earth's gaia.

 "But on Earth, what Sappho and the Os/Ka/Loq did not foresee—at least, not until it was too late—was
the tenacious insight of numerous individual human beings, many of whom perceived the coming of the
Apocalypse with the same clarity as Sappho. And these individuals made their own plans to save the
race by bringing E-Tech into existence, by coopting the space cylinders, which were already in the
advance stages of construction, and using them as a preserve for the human race.

 "And when the Apocalypse finally came in 2099, when the Ash Ock and many of the Paratwa escaped
in the Star-Edge fleet, they left behind a real threat to their ultimate goals. Namely, the Colonies of Irrya."

 fleet headed into deep space not to colonize other worlds but to rendezvous with the Biodyysey."

 Timmy may very well be our only hope.

 Susan imagined herself swallowing her fear, forcing herself to repress a growing sense of terror. If that's
true, we have to act quickly.

 You're right! If Jimmy's the only one who can bring us back, we don't have much time.

 "Council of Irrya, September eighteenth, 2363," began Maria Losef. "Confidential database, standard
access."

 "Confidential database?" wondered Jon Van Ostrand, his amplified voice tinged with sarcasm, his
rugged face contorting into multiple sneers on the pentagonal FTL screens. "These days, that seems to be
a real misnomer. We may as well hold these meetings in a freelancer studio!"

 "The disclosures that you refer to have caused minimal damage," Losef said soothingly.

"And they brought the sunsetter with them, ready to be introduced into the archives to
seek out and destroy Freebird."

 "Could she actually be a tway of Sappho?" the lion wondered aloud, disturbed by the possibility that he
may have actually met their most formidable Ash Ock adversary.

 The lion shook his head, abruptly returned his attention to

 the Irryan chambers. Huromonus was beginning to address Council, as planned.

 "I belive we must take immediate offensive actions," urged the E-Tech Director. "By 'immediate,' I mean,
right now— before we resume discussions with Meridian. The Paratwa must be shown that we are
committed to fighting their invasion."

 "What do you propose?" asked Losef.

 Empedocles slept for a time, relishing the pure sensations of physicality, feeling his chests softly rising and
falling as lungs processed oxygen with the unique synchronicity inherent to Paratwa. He slept primarily to
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refresh his bodies. His mind required no such repose; he remained alert throughout his rest period,
analyzing information, formulating previously vague ideas and concepts into precise plans of action. He

 slept the dreamless slumber of the Ash Ock, thinking effortlessly about what needed to be done.

 When he awoke, Timmy was there, standing at die edge of the sleep chamber, the bloated face filled
with anxiety. Empedocles was not certain whether Timmy was merely eager to continue with the
enlightenment process or if the fat creature actually realized that today was to be his last day of life. Either
way, it did not really matter.

 Timmy led his tways to the large chamber where the Gillian/half had first discovered the bizarre plethora
of stasis-frozen lifeforms. The three large and erratically configured windows along the wall remained
transparent.

 Inside the first circular tomb rested the grouped stalagmites containing Sappho's earliest genetic
experiments; chamber two held the Ash Ock scientists: Yoskol, Eucris, and his wet nurse, Sasalla.
Timmy ignored both arenas and walked directly to the third section of visible wall, the one occupied by
the solitary ten-foot-high stalagmite.

 His proctor rubbed a fat palm against the opaque section immediately above the jagged window. Inside,
within what Empedocles now knew to be the standard Os/Ka/Loq version of a stasis egg, the long
stalagmite began to 'crystallize,' revealing its contents. Observing from two oblique angles, Empedocles
gazed with fascination as the dark blur rapidly achieved clarity.

 Timmy did not have to speak; Empedocles knew that they were looking upon the original Os/Ka/Loq
form of Sappho's tway, the half who had transferred her consciousness into the human form of the
plenary. And although this Os/Ka/Loq was in a condition of stasis, it was not asleep.

 The encapsulated alien writhed. Every square inch of its bluish green flesh seemed to be an independent
entity, coiling and twisting and bubbling; the entire epidermis squirming as if a million snakes were
crawling beneath its surface. A multifunctional conglomerate of semiautonomous organisms, all
telepathically linked, all contributing to a commonality of function and purpose. Cooperation of the fittest.

 Empedocles, with gestalt comprehension, realized that the breadth of Timmy's earlier description did not
do justice tosuch a creature. This pulsating and twisting mass lacked earthly corollaries; its radical
dissimilitude served instantly to render all other familiar lifeforms into a distinct subset of their own. He
now perceived the greater—and more subtle— meaning of that Os/Ka/Loq word, kascht, which served
not only to describe place but to indicate a form of biological classification above the taxonomic realm of
kingdom: one kascht contained all of the organisms known to have originated on planet Earth. And
another kascht encompassed the naturally telepathic conglomerations that had arisen on the homeworld
of the Os/Ka/Loq.

 The alien appeared to be nearly nine feet high ... or perhaps nine feet long, for Empedocles had no way
of judging whether it had an innate gyroscopic sense of "up" or "down." The creature had no legs;
instead, it rested on a bulkier mass of squirming flesh at its base, which tapered gradually into a
somewhat flattened hemisphere at the top. He suspected that its present shape was a mere adaptation to
current gravitational conditions. In fact, to such a creature, the concept of shape would be simply another
useful variable; more than likely, it possessed an elasticity resembling that of chilled mercury. Its telepathic
infrastructure would be capable of rearranging the body to suit most any environmental condition.

 There was no indication of whether the creature possessed a means of locomotion, but again,
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Empedocles knew instinctively that it would be able to move in a variety of ways: by crawling, hopping,
or rolling; perhaps by generating temporary legs to imitate human ambulation. Probably, it could even
readjust its cooperative structure into an aerodynamic configuration, soar through the skies. Or adapt a
hydrody-namic profile, swim through waters of any density. The very essence of this Os/Ka/Loq
suggested a degree of locomotion unimaginable within the limited constraints of an earthly kascht. By
comparison, the human form appeared truly lacking.

 Timmy shook his head slowly. "An amazing creation. From time to time, I've seen appendages come out
of its body. I've seen it extrude sensory organs, of an enormous variety. Over the years, I've seen at least
a dozen specialized eyes temporar-

 ily emerge from beneath its skin, each unit or set incredibly different in appearance, each eye
undoubtedly capable of monitoring a different portion of the electromagnetic spectrum. Other organs
have come and gone as well. Each one usually forms for only a short time, before beginning its slow
dissolve back into the basic infrastructure.

 "I've seen mouths, sometimes two or more distinct ones issuing from its flesh simultaneously. I've
monitored sounds emanating from diose mouths, heard a variety of outcries, some utterly novel, others
strangely familiar. I've listened to things that have sounded like the cackling of crows, and more
frequently, the braying of horses. Sometimes three or more mouths have evolved to perform in tandem,
creating rich harmonic textures, an Os/Ka/Loq music of sorts, almost beautiful in its strangeness. And
there have been other sensory nodes, some so totally unfamiliar that they bordered on the grotesque, so
alien that I could not begin to guess at their function."

 "The true tway of Sappho," murmured Empedocles. "But why does it exhibit life while it remains within
stasis?"

 "An apparent contradiction," Timmy agreed, "but the telepathic makeup of an Os/Ka/Loq requires this.
Preserving a human being within a stasis capsule involves creating a dormant condition for only one
unified complexity of life, and freezing that unit at a molecular level. But an Os/Ka/Loq is composed of
perhaps millions of separate entities, in complex telepathic interrelationships with one another. I believe
that there is no way for an Os/Ka/Loq to be deeply frozen without doing great harm to its holistic aura.
An Os/Ka/Loq stasis capsule, like most aspects of their technology, is radically different—true molecular
freezing does not take place. It if did, I suspect that the Os/Ka/Loq would begin to disincorporate."

 "What is that?"

 "Disincorporation would cause the millions of different organisms that compose the creature to begin
separating from one another and seek out new configurations. Eventually, if the disincorporation reached
a certain critical threshold—if enough discrete organisms abandoned the main body—theOs/Ka/Loq
would die. The escaping organisms would re-incorporate into other forms.

 "The Os/Ka/Loq actually utilize this concept of disincor-poration at a social level. In fact,
disincorporation forms a basic political tenet of their civilization. Within their communal structure, minority
points of view are tolerated only to a certain point. If a particular group of Os/Ka/Loq, sharing
like-minded objectives, begins to lose cooperative support within the larger social framework, those
minority Os/Ka/ Loq may be made to suffer limited disincorporation, both as a punishment and as a
warning that their collective viewpoint has drifted too far from the Os/Ka/Loq center."

They have not
yet come to terms with reality. They have not yet accepted that theirs is a bodiless future."

 Timmy nodded. "It will take time for them to accept the truth."

 "Indeed. Please continue with your story. After that nuclear payload detonated, was Sappho convinced
that this cell was destroyed in the explosion?"

 "Yes. She did possess a tracking system for the cell—to cover the unlikely eventuality of someone
actually boarding the probe and moving it. But I had arranged for the locators inside the cell to be
disabled shortly before the immense nuclear blast ruptured the sea floor. Since the immediate area of
devastation was too hot for any rescue craft, and since her tracking system indicated complete sensor
failure at the other end, Sappho would have been forced to conclude that her cell, if not totally destroyed,
at least had been severely damaged."

 "Seeker is out of its hole," announced the tech. "Seeker is on the pike ... telemetry green . . . autos
engaging. . .. You'll be going in about four seconds . . .

 ". . . three . . . two . . . one . . ."

 Empedocles winked at the Czar. And then the sextet of slipbars ripped away and the floor beneath him
disappeared. A maglev field came to life, yanked him straight down through the opening.

 With a sharp bang, his ski landed on the twenty-foot-wide sloping ice trough. Jetpaks ignited. The ski
leaped forward,

 accelerating rapidly, and then his Gillian/tway was heading down the linear section of the course—a full
half-mile without curves—where the slope was still fully contained within its thirty-foot-diameter
illuminated tube.

 Chairs, sofas, ceiling-mounted kitchenette, pseudosheepskin hassocks. No windows. Walls covered in
twenty-first century holo art, mostly naked male and female figures cast in erotic poses, with breasts,
buttocks, penises, and vaginas prominently displayed within the multidimensional forms.

 Empedocles knew with certainty that he was standing in a sanctum once used by Sappho.

 In addition to the entrance he had just come through, the day room boasted three other doors—two
along the opposite wall and a third leading toward the rear of the chalet. All three doors were closed.

 The monarch whirled toward the center of the room, keeping his tways in constant motion, bodies
pirouetting, like two rotating planets revolving around each other in a perfect closed system.
