"HYPNOTIC age regression," said Sir Adam Sinclair, can be an exceedingly useful 
diagnostic tool for the psychiatric physician. If we accept that the majority of 
psychiatric disorders, whether neurotic or psychotic in their intensity, are to some 
degree rooted in the patient's personal past, then the value of gaining access to 
that past becomes immediately apparent. At the very least," he continued, keenly 
surveying the youthful upturned faces of his listeners, "hypnotic regression provides 
for the detailed retrieval and review of a wide range of personal data that might 
otherwise be inaccessible to the individual concerned, if only through the natural 
and inevitable clouding of the memory owing to passage of time. At its most useful, 
regression can provide the very key with which to unlock the shackles of a mind 
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fettered by its own repressions."
He was lecturing to his regular Monday afternoon class at the Royal Edinburgh 
Hospital, a mixed bag composed mainly of white-coated junior doctors on their 
psychiatric rotation but also including two social service workers, a retired university 
lecturer, and a woman deacon training for chaplaincy in the Episcopal Church. Their 
expressions reflected a gamut of reactions ranging from sober acknowledgement to 
skepticism, the latter of which was only to be expected and even encouraged, 
especially right after lunch.
"Dr. Sinclair," said a stocky, bespectacled young man sitting in the first row, as he 
flung up a hand. "I can see the possible usefulness of regressing a patient to an 
earlier age, but - is it true that you've even managed to regress some of your own 
patients as far back as other previous lives?"
The question generated a minor stir of excitement. The dashing and elegant Dr. 
Sinclair had a reputation as something of an adventurer in the field of psychiatric 
therapy and practice, no doubt enhanced by his occasionally sensational association 
with Lothian and Borders Police as a psychiatric consultant.

Adam smiled indulgently. "It's certainly been my experience that such regressions 
are possible," he acknowledged easily.
His questioner looked astonished to have gotten an affirmative answer.
"Well, did you set out deliberately to induce these past-life regressions?"
"Yes, Mr. Huntley, I did," Adam said mildly. "And you needn't look so scandalized. I 
am certainly not the first hypnotherapist to do so."
"But - "
"Let's review a few notable case studies, shall we, and then you can draw your own 
conclusions," Adam offered, coming around to sit informally on the front of the 
desk. His crisply starched white lab coat was open casually over a three-piece navy 
suit of impeccable cut, with the mellow glint of an antique gold watch-fob swagged 
across the front of the vest. With his classic good looks and dark hair silvering at 
the temples, he might have been a media personality rather than the eminent 
psychiatrist he was.
"I'll first mention the studies carried out in the seventies by Arnold Bloxham and Joe 
Keeton," Adam went on. "Bloxham was able to regress one of his subjects, a 
woman named Jane Evans, through no fewer than six previous lives, including that 
of a medieval Jewess named Rebecca who was killed in a pogrom that took place in 
York in 1190. 'Rebecca' was able to render a graphic description of the church crypt 
in which she and her child were trapped and subsequently murdered by the angry 
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mob. After listening to a recording of 'Rebecca's' account, Professor Barrie Dob-son 
of the University of York ventured the opinion that the church most closely 
answering her description was St.
Mary's Castlegate - except for the fact that the church didn't have a crypt."
"I've heard of that case," said a white-coated young woman in the back. "The BBC 
featured it in a special exploring the possibility of reincarnation."
"Leave it to the Beeb to waste good airtime on rubbish," said an intense, sharp-
featured young man beside her. "They didn't take it seriously, did they?"
"Actually, they concluded that the evidence was inconclusive," his classmate 
allowed. "Six months later, however, a workman doing some renovation work on 
the church accidentally broke through into a previously unknown chamber that 
might well have been a medieval crypt."
"I remember reading about that in the papers," said one of the social workers. 
"Didn't the chamber, or crypt, or whatever it was, get bricked back up before any 
archaeologists could come and take a closer look?"
"An unfortunate bureaucratic glitch," Adam agreed, easing back into the exchange. 
"Perhaps one day, that part of the investigation will be completed. Nonetheless, the 
circumstantial evidence would still seem to suggest that Jane Evans, through 
'Rebecca,' had access to historical information unknown to present-day authorities."
One of the students in the front row was tapping her pen against her front teeth. 
"Wasn't there also an American psychiatrist from Virginia who did a lot of work on 
spontaneous past-life regressions in very young children?" she asked.
"That's right," Adam said. "His name is Dr. Ian Stevenson. His most celebrated case 
involved a five-year-old Lebanese boy whose people claimed he was the 
reincarnation of a man called Ibrahim, who had died recently in a neighboring town. 
When Stevenson examined the boy, he found that the child possessed an 
inexplicably intimate knowledge of Ibrahim's personal life, besides exhibiting certain 
behavioral traits which Ibrahim's surviving family swore were consistent with those 
of their deceased relative. Stevenson later published this and other findings under 
the title Twenty Cases Suggestive of Reincarnation."
"What a load of bunk!" exclaimed one of the students in the front row. "How can he 
call himself a serious scientist?"
"I assure you that Stevenson did not use the term lightly," Adam said mildly. "In his 
estimation, the evidence was strong enough to constitute a case for speculation, at 
very least."
"Evidence for reincarnation… ," another of his students mused. "Is that what you're 
looking for when you attempt to do past-life regressions with your own patients?" 
she asked bluntly.
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"What I'm looking for," Adam said with a droll smile, "is information that will help 
me arrive at an effective diagnosis. If the unconscious can allow me access to vital 
information by couching it in terms of past-life experiences that have bearing on the 
patient's present problems, then it behooves me, as a physician, to treat 'memories' 
of these past-life experiences as if they were real, and to deal with the patient 
accordingly. I think that no one would argue that experiences of the mind are any 
less 'real' than experiences of the physical body. Indeed, in some cases, they can 
be more vivid, as in the instance of phantom limb pain, long after an amputation."
"But that's a physiological reaction of damaged nerve-ways," a young man objected.
"In part, perhaps," Adam agreed. "But who is to say exactly where the lines are 
drawn between body, mind, and spirit?"
A striking brunette in the front row rolled her eyes and put down her pen.
"I knew it was only a matter of time before someone came up with one of the V 
words," she muttered, then glanced at the woman deacon in friendly challenge. 
"Lorna, care to tell us what the God Squad has to say about spirit, or soul, and the 
matter of reincarnation?''
"Certainly," Lorna replied, "though I'm not certain I have any answers. Would you 
prefer an Eastern or a Western bias?"
"Perhaps you might share both points of view," Adam said.
"Very well." As all eyes flicked briefly from Lorna to Adam and back again, she 
settled herself composedly in her chair, collecting her thoughts. Her very name, 
Lorna Liu, proclaimed her mixed Scottish and Asian heritage, and her appearance 
combined the most graceful attributes of both, enhanced by the clerical collar she 
wore with her conservative grey suit.
"I'd be less than honest if I said I wasn't impressed with the way the case for 
reincarnation is being argued," she said amiably, "but I think it's time that someone 
pointed out that the question is not so much a scientific issue as a theological one. 
Let's take Buddhism and Christianity, since those are my background. While the two 
theologies have many views in common, especially with regard to ethics and 
morality, they differ rather drastically in their respective concepts of personal 
salvation."

But 
whether or not there's a spiritual dimension to our existence, I find the notion of 
reincarnation messy and illogical. Where, for example, do souls get stored when 
they're not in use? When a given soul attains enlightenment and escapes from the 
wheel, is another soul immediately created to take its place? If so, who or what 
determines whether a newly conceived infant receives a virgin soul or one that has 
been around for a while? If not, will we one day run into a shortage of souls? Do 
souls get recycled more quickly when there's a population explosion, as there is at 
the moment?" He broke off with an ironic gesture of disclaimer.
"Maybe not everyone gets reincarnated," a new voice said thoughtfully. "Maybe it 
only happens in special cases."
Adam glanced toward the speaker and raised an eyebrow. Avril Peterson's academic 
standing might not be the highest in her class, but this was not the first time he had 
seen her display a flash of intuitive insight.
"Ms. Peterson, I do believe you may have offered us a possible solution to this 
theological paradox," he said, his smile warming.

"What did you find?"
"Well, he's got some very interesting files in here," McLeod said. Adam could hear 
the gentle click of the keyboard as McLeod called up material on his screen to refer 
to it. "A lot of it is diary-type entries, probably similar to what you were reading in 
the notebooks, but he's got some actual transcripts and translations of some of his 
documents as well. Do you want to hear some of this?''
"Give me a sampling," Adam replied, pulling a notepad closer and taking out a pen. 
"I don't want to tie up this line too long, in case relatives are trying to get through 
to the family, but it might give me something to work on while I sleep. I don't know 
about you, but I'm exhausted after last night's late hours."

"I nodded 
off on the flight home, slept right through the landing. I've never done that before. 
Anyway, I'm looking at a chain of references that appears to link the Templars with 
our Graeme of Templegrange, who pawned the Seal. A minor demesne called 
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Templegrange is mentioned in a letter of 1284 from King Alexander III to the 
Bishop of Dunkeld. The wording leaves it uncertain whether Templegrange belongs 
to the King or the bishop, but Nathan cites later evidence suggesting that the 
property was probably a minor Templar commandery at the time of the Order's 
dissolution in 1314. The Order had a lot of land in Scotland, as you know."
"Yes, Templemor has a similar history," Adam said, jotting down notes. "Go on."
"A little later on, Nathan references a grant of lands by Robert the Bruce to a Sir 
James Graeme of Perthshire, in gratitude for support given to the King at the Battle 
of Bannockburn the previous year. There's no transcription of the document itself, 
but even I remember that Bannockburn was also 1314. After that, something else is 
obviously missing, but Nathan somehow makes the connection that Templegrange 
was the particular land granted to Sir James Graeme, and concludes that this same 
Sir James may have been an ancestor of the Graeme of Templegrange who pawned 
the Seal in 1381. Have you got all that?"
"It seems like a straightforward chain of logic, if it's all supportable," Adam replied. 
"The important thing is the Templar connection - though we'd supposed that, from 
the name Templegrange."
"There's more," McLeod continued, "and you're going to feel really foolish over this 
one. I certainly did."
"Go on."
"Well, I also cracked the Dundee file. I think Nathan meant the person, not the 
place - as in 'Bonnie Dundee,' whose full name was -?"
"John Grahame of Claverhouse, Viscount Dundee," Adam supplied, feeling foolish as 
predicted - though how the Seal of Solomon and a Templar secret connected with a 
seventeenth-century Cavalier general, he had no idea.
The man remembered as Bonnie Dundee was perhaps one of the most flamboyant 
and controversial figures of the early Jacobite period of Scottish history. Known to 
every educated Scot as the victor of the Battle of Killiecrankie, fought in 1689 
against a superior force of English soldiery, Claverhouse had been feared by his 
enemies as "Bluidy Clavers" and adored by his Highland followers as their "Dark 
John of the Battles." Though he had not survived his famous triumph, his 
undoubted courage and gallantry had made him the hero of many a song and story

NATHAN Fiennes' funeral took place shortly before noon the following morning, in 
the presence of his family and scores of friends and colleagues who had come 
together in shock and grief to mourn his passing. In keeping with Jewish custom, 
the service was starkly simple and unpretentious, all the more poignant for the 
weight of ancient tradition that shaped its form. Adam, sitting directly behind the 
family in the chapel adjoining the burial ground, was struck, as always, by the 
commonalities that united all men and women of goodwill, especially at a time of 
loss. "O Lord, what is man that Thou dost regard him, or the son of man that Thou 
dost take account of him?" the officiating rabbi read.

Following a brief but moving eulogy and more prayers, Adam was among those who 
joined Nathan's sons in shouldering his coffin to bear it out into the cemetery, their 
halting procession accompanied by the cantor's solemn recitation of the beautiful 
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and moving ninety-first Psalm.

May he come to his 
place in peace.
The coffin was lowered into the earth with simple finality. After that, beginning with 
Peter and then Lawrence, those wishing to pay their final respects came forward to 
turn three shovels of earth onto the coffin; the shovel was not passed from one to 
the next, but left upright in the mound of earth beside the grave. Earlier, briefing 
Adam on what to expect, Peter had explained that the symbolic gesture expressed 
the prayer that the tragedy of death not be passed on.

The service commenced in solemn silence as the white-mantled column passed 
quietly along the long north aisle toward the back of the church, then turned to 
process down the center aisle. The waiting congregation rose to acknowledge and 
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receive the procession as the first knights mounted the two steps onto the choir 
level - the Order's sword-bearer, carrying a great claymore, followed by the paired 
standard-bearers of the various Templar commanderies all over Scotland.
Next came the processional cross of the Order, followed by a knight bearing a case 
containing what appeared to be a badly rusted spur and a blackened bit of metal 
that might have been part of a sword blade - Templar relics belonging to the Order, 
Adam guessed, at Peregrine's glance of query. Clergy of half a dozen different 
religious denominations followed the relics, preceding five solemn-looking 
postulants who shortly would receive the accolade, the sign and seal of knighthood.

The dignity of 
the procession was heightened by the slow, silent tread of the participants, the 
panoply of the bright banners, and the sweep of white mantles over the multi-colors 
of the kilts, settling to an expectant hush when the last person had filed into place 
in the chancel and lower choir stalls.
The service began with an opening hymn - most fittingly, "Onward, Christian 
Soldiers." Lifting his voice with all the rest, Peregrine was struck by the singular 
fitness of the third verse:

"Inasmuch as the ancient Realm of Scotland did succor and receive the Brethren of 
the most Ancient and Noble Military Order of the Temple of Jerusalem, when many 
distraints were placed upon their properties, and many heinous evils upon their 
persons: the Chevaliers of the Order do here bear witness.
"Chevaliers of the Order do undertake to preserve and defend the rights, freedoms, 
and privileges of the ancient and sovereign Realm of Scotland. Further, they affirm 
that they will maintain, at peril of their bodies, the Royal House of the Realm of 
Scotland, by God appointed.
"Chevaliers will resist with all their might, attempts by any person, or bodies of 
persons, wherever or however authorized outwith the Realm of Scotland, to take 
unto themselves the ancient Realm of Scotland, or any portion thereof.
"As we Chevaliers do fear the perils to our immortal souls, upon our Knightly 
Honours, we attest the foregoing, and before God we so swear."
"We so swear," the assembled knights repeated in unison, newly made and 
veterans alike.
Affirmed by them all before the altar, in the presence of the Grand Prior and all the 
assembled company, the oath set the seal upon their dedication to serve sovereign 
and country. By extension, it was also a promise to serve a higher realm and a 
higher order of sovereignty, for the ultimate Master of these earthly knights was 
God Himself, and all these were sworn in His service.
The deeper meaning of the oath touched Peregrine too, standing at Adam's side, 
and he glanced obliquely at his mentor as the oath concluded. The image that met 
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his eyes startled him almost into crying out, and did drive him back a step, for in 
that split instant of perception, Adam appeared to him not as a modern-day 
Scottish gentleman but as a bearded knight in chain mail, wearing the white surcoat 
and scarlet cross of a Knight Templar.

"I'm sure you're right," Peregrine said with a sheepish little smile, "and I'm not 
disputing any of this in principle. It's just that the proofs of the practice take a little 
getting used to."

"If Gog and Magog are names to be equated with demons - then what we have here 
is a very ancient evil," he informed his listeners gravely. "Assuming that Dundee's 
testimony is an accurate reflection of the truth regarding the origin of these 
demons, and given that the historical King Solomon is generally acknowledged to 
have died somewhere around 925 b.c. it follows that these evil beings - whatever 
they are - have been locked away for nearly three millennia."
He paused to let the impact of this statement sink in before continuing.
"By the time we find biblical mention of Gog and Magog in the Ezekiel prophesies, 
around 592 to 570 b.c. the names remain associated with intimations of danger, but 
we find that they've been conflated to describe a dreaded King Gog of Magog whose 
armies were threatening to invade Israel. Almost a millennium later, the Koran 
speaks of them as spoiling the land."
"In other words," McLeod said, "Gog and Magog are names of evil repute in more 
than one tradition."
"So it would seem," Adam agreed. "That would tend to suggest some common 
origin to the association."
"The tale grows in the telling," said Sir John. "By the time the names pass into 
British legend, Gog and Magog have attained the status of giants."
He paused to open one of the books on the table before him, consulting the text as 
he continued.
"Geoffrey of Monmouth, writing in the twelfth century, reports that Britain was 
originally inhabited by a race of giants who were conquered by Brutus and his 
Trojan warriors around 1200 b.c. when Corineus was made ruler of Cornwall. After 
killing every other giant in the area, Corineus wrestled with the twelve-foot giant 
Gogmagog and threw him to his death in the sea.
"This Cornish connection comes through three centuries later, when Caxton 
identifies Gog and Magog as the last surviving sons of the thirty-three daughters of 
the Emperor Diocletian, women infamous for having murdered their husbands. As a 
punishment for their crimes, these women are said to have been cast adrift in a 
boat which eventually landed in Cornwall, where they cohabited with demons - so 
legend claims. All the resulting giant offspring eventually were killed off except Gog 
and Magog, who were captured and taken to London, where they're said to have 
been kept chained to the gates of a royal palace belonging to Brutus, that stood on 
the site of the present-day Guildhall."
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"You know," Caitlin interjected from atop a library ladder, "a possible literary 
connection has just occurred to me." As the others all glanced in her direction, she 
came down to join them.
"Some aspects of this story remind me of the Grendel monsters from the legend of 
Beowulf," she said. "Grendel and his mother are described as hybrid creatures, part 
giant, part demon, who feed on human flesh. Beowulf, the hero of the piece, is not 
only a queller of monsters; he's also a sage King - an attribute which links him in 
with the pattern of esoteric traditions associated with Solomon. One might almost 
say that Solomon is the prototype for such folk heroes - but I suppose this 
constitutes something of a digression.''
"Digression or not, it's consistent with the demon legends we've heard so far," 
Adam said, pulling out a chair for her at the table. "The common element is that it 
takes someone of exceptional strength and wisdom to subdue such creatures. Gray, 
what became of the giants in Caxton's account?''
"Eventually they died and were replaced by effigies," Sir John replied. "And here we 
begin to enter the realm of verifiable history. We know that effigies were, indeed, 
erected in London's Guildhall in the fifteenth century. Most accounts identify them 
with Monmouth's Gogmagog and Corineus, but some sources take the Caxton slant 
and call them Gog and Magog. Whichever names you prefer, the effigies burned in 
the Great Fire of 1666; but apparently there was enough life left in the legend that 
a new set of effigies was erected in 1708. By then, general opinion had returned to 
Caxton's assertion that they were Gog and Magog, the last of the British giants. 
These effigies of 1708 remained in position until they were destroyed in an air raid 
in 1940. Here endeth the lesson."
Adam was nodding thoughtfully as Sir John took off his glasses.
"I've seen photographs of that last set," he said.
"I'll go you one better than that," Sir John countered. "I remember being taken to 
see them, as a small boy, and I remember walking over the rubble after the air raid 
that took them out. But the effigies are only the most recent surfacing of a corpus 
of lore stretching back at least three millennia. If we discard what can be 
categorized as quaintly fantastical and chip away the matrix of dross, what's left is a 
hard core of information that does not change, from one version to the next: first, 
that the names Gog and Magog have a persistent association with extreme evil; 
second, this association goes back at least as far as biblical times, when Ezekiel 
himself may have conflated the two names to frighten his people with the threat 
that a past evil was about to return. I would even venture to speculate that the 
racial memory of so great an evil could have been carried outward as civilization 
expanded into the Mediterranean, thus accounting for the Trojan legends that 
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eventually found their way into British folklore."
"And meanwhile, the actual demons were buried all that time under the Temple at 
Jerusalem," McLeod said.
"Apparently so," Sir John agreed. "I also find it interesting that the first effigies of 
Gog and Magog were erected within a hundred years after the arrival of the real 
demons on British soil - if, indeed, that is what the casket contained, that the 
Templars had been charged to guard. But the legends had been around for 
centuries, so why erect the effigies at that particular point in time?"
"Perhaps because their mere presence on the island stirred some profound residue 
of racial memory," Adam said. "When all is said and done, we know far less than we 
care to admit about the depth and complexity of the human psyche. The very 
existence of the effigies attests to the potency of the tradition. The single accounts 
might be regarded as circumstantial, and dismissible by themselves. But taken as a 
whole, they do tend to substantiate Dundee's assertion that Gog and Magog are 
demons of some kind, together with his contention that it is the age-old function of 
the Templar treasures to contain and control them."
There was a flat pause.
"Wonderful," McLeod said sourly. "We're dealing with demons that it took the 
wisdom of Solomon to subdue - and whoever stole Nathan Fiennes' Seal can release 
them on the world."
"We've got to stop him," Peregrine said. "But how?"
Sir John glanced aside at Adam, his hazel eyes agleam beneath his level brows. "I 
think Adam already knows his mandate in that regard."
"Aye, it does seem inescapable," Adam replied. "It appears we're meant to go to 
Fyvie tomorrow, and ask my 'sister,' the Green Lady, to help us recover the Crown 
from its hiding place."
"Do we really want to do that?" Peregrine asked, looking dubious. "I mean, if the 
Crown is safe where it is, wouldn't it be better to leave it hidden?"
"It would be," said Sir John, "were it not for the fact that the thief who stole the 
Seal is certainly after the casket, probably under the mistaken impression that it 
contains a treasure rather than a danger.

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historical afterword
THE background on the suppression of the Order of the Temple of Jerusalem is 
essentially accurate, barring the existence of the casket and the three hallows that 
guarded it. Since the Templars were accused of worshipping a head, a crown/relic 
such as we describe could have been the basis for such an accusation.
The background on Bonnie Dundee is historically accurate other than his association 
with the Crown of Solomon. The neck cross he is said to have been wearing at his 
death at Killiecrankie disappeared after David Grahame conveyed it to the French 
theologian and historian Dom Calmet, but it easily could have ended up in the 
hands of cadet Grahams as postulated, and might well have been used to invest 
Prince Charles Edward Stuart at Holyrood Palace in 1745. A ring containing a lock of 
Dundee's hair is known to have existed, but its present whereabouts is unknown.
James Seton, fourth Earl of Dunfermline, is a likely candidate to have cut the lock of 
hair, since he was one of Dundee's most tried and trusted officers, a close personal 
friend, and is known to have been present at his burial. He was the owner of Fyvie 
Castle at that time, and came from a line of Setons whose antecedents included 
Knights Hospitallers - and who possibly were secret Templars as well, after the 
suppression of the Order. The names of Seton's two daughters are unknown, as is 
their fate, but they probably would have been in their twenties at the time of 
Dundee's death. Seton's wife was named Jean, as was an earlier Seton daughter, 
and the name Grizel also appears twice in earlier generations of Seton women. 
James Seton died in exile in 1674, and the Dunfermline title became extinct.
