 EASTWARD across a continent and an ocean, on the northernmost island of the Outer
Hebrides, less angelic forces were gathering to enact far darker drama than a play to
celebrate the birth of a God of Light. Francis Raeburn had set the night’s agenda, and
took particular satisfaction in the knowledge that one of the more troublesome champions
of that Light, Adam Sinclair, was at least temporarily occupied many thousand miles
away.

 HERMITAGE Castle brooded on its foundations like a massive gargoyle, but the castle
itself was not Raeburn’s destination tonight; rather, the ruined remains of a small stone
chapel, several hundred yards to the west.
