Chapter 2

And the damnable machine is running now. Recording properly, I trust. At last. 

The miracles of modern electronics.

(The sound of a deep breath.)

Let me begin the narration of this particular segment of my life upon the day of 

my assassination. That momentous event took place in early winter, toward the 

end of the year of Our Lord 1476. The scene was a cold and soggy battlefield not 

many miles from the city of Bucharest, an arena of snow and mud freshly littered 

with the bones of brave men—these being in the circumstances indistinguishable 
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from those of some men not so brave.

Wet snow had fallen on that morning, and here and there across the trampled 

field the whiteness of new snow still persisted on the ground, shreds and 

untouched spots of purity amid a mire of horse manure, something like a 

warrior's virtue. The picture was enriched with mud and blood, and speckled 

with the blackness of crows, that old Corvinus symbol, who were attending in 

considerable numbers to see that good food was not wasted. Also contributing to 

the visual composition of the scene were the dun and silver of the scattered 

bodies of men and horses and their equipment—some of both species had been 

armored. Here and there the brightness of a fallen banner caught the slowly 

declining light of a gray winter afternoon.

(Another deep breath, almost a sigh.)

To tell the story that concerns me here, I need describe neither the devices of 

those banners, nor the causes which they represented. Suffice it to say that the 

battle in which those men and banners fell had been an honest one, as battles go. 

It might not be strictly honest for me now to claim victory for the side that I 

commanded. But many of us had survived, and we had been left in possession of 

the field.

Against the treachery that followed, however, I was not so successful.

As the scene I intend to describe opens, the forces loyal to me—save for a 

handful of frightened camp followers, unwilling to do anything but watch—had 

already been drawn away, by deliberately falsified reports. And three traitorous 

officers, reinforced by a handful of men-at-arms they had suborned to their 
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cause, had caught me alone, away from my Moldavian bodyguard. With drawn 

swords those three had surrounded me and set upon me.

At the last moment I was not completely taken by surprise. More than one of the 

attackers felt the bite of my own blade before I was disabled, and at least one of 

my chief opponents—his name was Ronay—was rather seriously hurt. Oh, I was 

good with the sword, yes, but not that good. Much of the credit for my prolonged 

survival against such odds was due to the reluctance of the common soldiers to 

attack me. Those men were still almost too much afraid of me to be of any use to 

traitors.

Alas, at three to one the odds were still too great. Let me name the foul three 

here: they were Ronay, Basarab, and Bogdan, the last-named the chief instigator 

and leader of the plot. In my capacity as Prince of Wallachia I had trusted all 

three of these vile men, had treated them as my comrades on the field of battle. 

All had been loaded with honors and with material rewards.

Nay, I will go further. Almost, my attitude had been that of a father or an uncle 

toward them. The traitorous trio were all young, and I was well over forty. But 

when they came to kill me, they had no easy time of it, for all that.

Even as I fought, grunting and gasping for breath, my feet slipping in snow and 

mud, I made a silent, mighty vow—nay, it was more than a vow—that I would 

never die until I had avenged myself upon these three for their treachery.

… and now, more than five hundred years later, trying to tell my story, trying to 

grapple with my own beginnings, I relive as in a dream that struggle to the death 

upon that field of fading light. Peering toward those distant figures through the 

haze of centuries, nay, through the fog of death itself, I am no longer able to say 
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with certainty which of that day's far-off events I observed with my own eyes, 

and which I have come to know of only through the words of other witnesses.

The first serious wound I suffered on that day was made by Basarab's sword, 

when his point came into my left side, under my cuirass.

From that moment on the three of them were certain that they had me. Ronay 

could afford to retreat, nursing his own hurt. Bogdan and Basarab began to play 

with me, making sure to keep me between them—though at first it was a 

cautious game they played, knowing me to be still deadly dangerous.

I fought on, though weakening, ignoring their jibes and insults, saving what 

breath I had for fighting. But I could not face two skilled opponents at once. One 

of them would stab me, from behind, and then the other. I suffered at least half a 

dozen additional wounds before I was no longer capable of resistance.

Bah, I have no wish to dwell upon the grisly scene of my own butchery. Yet still 

it must be told.

When I fell for the last time, going to my knees, unable to rise again, unable any 

longer even to raise my weapon in defense, someone struck me with a sword hilt 

from behind and sent me sprawling. Then someone else's hoot kicked at my 

sword, until it had been knocked out of the reach of my weakening fingers.

More kicks and shoves, with booted feet, turned my bleeding body over so that I 

lay face upward. I was trying to reach the dagger at my belt, but my knife too 

was yanked away. Then a sharp blade came stabbing into my unprotected groin; 

the muscles of my lower body spasmed uncontrollably. Pain fashioned a sound, 

that I suppose must have been almost inhuman, and drove it upward from my 
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throat.

The body on the ground continued to gasp for breath.

"Hold his head still." This was the voice of Bogdan, still panting, issuing an 

order. I could perceive his face, fierce and triumphant, looming over me.

In a moment someone—I thought it was Ronay, come back to savor my last 

moments—was crouching just behind me, knees vising my head in place. My 

arms no longer moved; my muscles and my strength were gone; all I had left was 

nerves and blood.

The point of Bogdan's sword loomed close to my face, approaching my eyes. 

Elsewhere I have related how my whole life's allotment of fear came to be used 

up before I was old enough to have a beard. So here, let me say simply that it 

must have been without fear, with hatred only—say rather hatred glowing with a 

helpless rage—that I gazed up at him. Perhaps I would not have turned my head 

had I been able.

"I will not die—" I told him, choking on my fury, and my own blood, and could 

not find the breath to say the rest.

"Oh, no?" The swordpoint feinted even closer to my eyes, then moved a small 

handsbreadth away. "Not yet you won't, good Prince Drakulya. Not this moment. 

But soon. Very soon."

I understood that Bogdan had spared my sight because he wished me to continue 

to see what was happening. Perhaps he craved also to see in my eyes at last some 

expression of yielding, of despair, at least of fear. In that hope, at least, he 
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continued to be disappointed.

In the next moment I could feel the cold steel of Bogdan's blade slide inside my 

left cheek, the sensation transforming itself into the heat of fresh pain as the 

blade ripped its way out.

"What words of defiance now, Drakulya?"

I would have given him some, had I not-been choking, more seriously than 

before, on my own blood.

"The end of your triumphant smile at last, good prince. How I have longed to see 

it wiped away! And now, why should I leave you a nose, to carry in the air so 

arrogantly? Half a one will serve you just as well, for the short time of breathing 

you have left."

During the course of my next few gasping, gurgling breaths, Bogdan's sword did 

a fair job of cutting and peeling away a sizable portion of my face. In the 

background I could hear Basarab laughing.

Suddenly Ronay, speaking in a low voice, pausing at intervals to grunt with the 

discomfort of his own wound, ventured to suggest that since the Sultan was 

going to pay them a good price for my head, it might be as well to leave my face 

at least recognizable.

Bogdan made a sound expressing doubt. The suggestion had come somewhat too 

late. I will not die!! (There is a pause on the tape.)

Ah, the images fade, true memories blending imperceptibly into the knowledge 
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of things that I could only have imagined, heard later from the lips of some other 

eyewitness, or reconstructed by logic.

Or—is it possible? Possible that, in some way I still cannot understand, my soul

—if it is permissible to use the jargon of modern physics—that my soul, I say, 

quantum-tunneling the barrier of death, I might have observed every detail of my 

own butchery, my spirit hovering out of the body though not yet fully detached 

from it?

I WILL NOT DIE!!!

Pain could no longer elicit the smallest outcry from the body, and it had ceased 

even to twitch under the ministrations of Bogdan's blade. Presently I ceased even 

to breathe. Shortly after that, some providential distraction, probably a report 

that my Moldavians were near, drew my enemies' attention away. (Let me add 

parenthetically that before succumbing to this distraction, Bogdan, turned back, 

suddenly suspicious, taking no chances, and cut entirely through my neck.)

The distraction, I say, was providential, because as soon as my enemies were out 

of sight some of my loyal though humble friends among the camp followers 

mentioned above, displaying considerable courage in the midst of their grief, 

made a brave effort to preserve my poor clay from the further indignities that the 

traitors and eventually the Sultan would certainly have inflicted upon it.

This effort naturally required that they substitute some other body for my own—

the mere disappearance of my corpse would not have been acceptable to the 

traitors. (Though now that I think back on it, what a delicious superstitious fear it 

would have provoked among them!) The near obliteration of my face, to the 

point where my loyal friends themselves had difficulty in recognizing me, made 
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their task considerably easier.

Also a great help to them was the fact that my corpse lay on a recent battlefield, 

surrounded by fresh candidates for substitution.

A selection was quickly made from among these, and a partial change of armor 

and clothing was effected, no easy matter in itself—have you ever tried to dress 

a corpse? Quick cosmetic surgery was performed upon the face of my 

replacement—his hair and mustache were already an approximate match. Body 

build was generally similar. Height is irrelevant among those who have become 

permanently horizontal. And given the muddy condition of the field, one of its 

occupants tended to look a great deal like another anyway.

To shorten a somewhat lengthy episode, which I am finding increasingly painful 

to relate, let me say at once that the replacement was a success. When Bogdan 

and his two close associates came back, they abandoned with scarcely a glance 

the hacked-up torso and limbs they thought were mine, picked up by its dirty 

hair the head of pseudo-Drakulya, and at once packed this grisly object away in a 

cask of salt to start its journey to the Sultan. There was, I suppose, hardly any 

point in trying to clean the flayed thing up. Much later I heard that the trophy 

was indeed exhibited upon some palace gate or wall, the head of the dread Lord 

Impaler, Kaziklu Bey, brought down at last, only to be so elevated among his 

enemies.

But from that day of my assassination, it was long, long, before the Sultan ever 

entered into my thoughts again.

Meanwhile my own body, unhappily disjunct, had been conveyed from the field 
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by my friends in greatest secrecy, bundled in its two pieces upon the back of a 

mule. Darkness had fallen long before the corpse reached a place of sanctuary, 

where another friend or two appeared to clean it up and lay it out for honorable if 

secret burial.

This sanctuary where my remains had come to rest temporarily was a farm not 

far from the battlefield, and also not far from the island monastery of Snagov.

A rough plank table had been constructed, in some outbuilding, for the job that 

had to be done, and on this my body was laid out supine, head just a little distant 

from neck stump, a tall candle at my feet and another near my detached head. 

During the following preparations, these candles took turns in extinguishing 

themselves, for no good reason that I could see. Perhaps there was more of a 

draft than I could feel.

Two of the farm women did most of the actual corpse-washing. Meanwhile a 

handful of other people came and went, to marvel and to grieve.

And, of course, to pray over my dismembered body. The prayers as I recall were 

for the most part Catholic, for I had been and remained a dutiful convert from 

the Orthodox faith into which I had been born.

Among the topics of conversation addressed by those preparing me for burial 

was the fact that my grave would probably be only temporary, that the late 

unhappy prince would want to be moved someday to a prepared vault hidden 

beneath a certain castle.

But for the present all concerned would be satisfied, could I but be laid 

peacefully to rest in some soldier's grave, unmarked and shallow, humble as 
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most such are, and lonelier than most. Somehow I was to be accorded at least the 

minor dignity of a plain wooden coffin, the best my friends could manage, and 

the sounds of its construction resounded through the night.

One at least of my mourners had come from the nearby monastery, where, as he 

said, only he and one other were aware as yet of the fact that my body had been 

saved, and my funeral preparations were quietly under way. The two who knew 

the secret would try to keep it, but the speaker considered it inevitable that 

eventually the story would spread through their ranks.

He also mentioned that Ronay had sought shelter in the monastery for treatment 

of his wound. I had richly endowed this establishment, as well as several others, 

whilst I was still capable of breath, and when I heard this it seemed to me 

ungrateful of its abbot now to thus comfort and encourage my enemies.

Shortly after the monk had spoken of Ronay, the people in attendance on my 

corpse had a bad few moments, when both candles inexplicably went out at 

once. Fortunately for their peace of mind, a fire was available—a small one in a 

brazier, no one wanted to keep a corpse too warm—and the darkness never 

became absolute. The tapers were easily relighted.

To begin with, the butchered body was stripped of its begrimed and bloodstained 

garments, the borrowed ones along with whatever items of its proper clothing it 

still retained. Most of these being hopelessly damaged, they were taken to 

another room to be consigned to the fire. Parenthetically I may add that I was 

oddly touched, later, when I heard that a few scraps of bloodstained cloth had 

been retained, in the manner of holy relics, by some of the humble folk who had 

considered themselves happy and fortunate under my rule.
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A little later, by chance, all of the attendants were out of the room at the same 

time, probably getting more water and cloths. As the first two returned, they 

stopped abruptly, and the more timid one smothered a little outcry.

Somehow my head, detached as it was, had in the interval of their absence rolled 

or shifted its position slightly. I have no good explanation of how such things 

can happen. The one dark eye still visible amid the mutilations was wide open, 

its fiery glare directed into nothingness. The bloody jaw now gaped more widely 

than before, the tattered lips that no longer really formed a mouth hanging in a 

bloody fringe around that silent, shouting grin. At least one of the breathing 

onlookers, to judge by a remark he muttered later, got the impression that those 

jaws were shouting, a great bellowing of breathless defiance.

In fact there was scarcely a sound in the room, save for the quickened breathing 

of the attendants and a steady, remote dripping. Water, either inside or outside 

the shed. Outside rain now fell alternately with sleet, making it a dismal night 

altogether.

Trembling slightly, but firmly confident in the power of their prayers to protect 

them against the things of night and evil, the corpse-washers examined the body 

again to make sure that nothing else had changed, and there was no drip of 

blood. No, the body of Vlad Drakulya was no longer really bleeding at any point. 

The raw lips of his many wounds were sealed with clots. When presently, in the 

continued process of washing, most of these blood clots were dislodged, there 

appeared beneath them the unmistakable signs of pink, fresh scarring, as if some 

healing process of near-miraculous rapidity had begun before death supervened. 

One of the attendants made some muttered comment about this; the other one 

told her to shut up.
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But the first woman was not finished. "Now you can see both of his eyes," she 

remarked when a gory wrinkle of loosened forehead had been tugged and 

smoothed back into what was more or less its proper position.

There was some difficulty about getting the eyes to stay shut; in itself this is not 

uncommon with corpses of a fair degree of freshness. No doubt even the 

observed movement of the head was not totally without precedent. The 

traumatized jaw muscles, or what Bogdan's sword had left of them, might well 

have spasmed once again.

"Ought we not to sew up some of these gashes? Would his face look better with 

stitches in it, or—

"No time for sewing now." The face—if the surface they were contemplating 

was still deserving of the name— was going to look frightful in the extreme, 

whatever the corpse-tenders did or did not do.

"I suppose you're right. No time. Wash him, clothe him decently, put him into a 

box and underground." Afraid that my enemies might finally have tumbled to the 

trick, or that some informer might betray the substitution of another corpse, they 

were trying to get it all done, including the burial, before dawn.

And now a priest—he was not the first of his calling to do so on this night—

came into the presence of the body from which, all onlookers were quite certain, 

the soul had permanently departed. Again prayers were recited for the repose of 

the departed spirit. For a man of notably bad reputation, even for a prince, even 

in this notably wicked time and place, this one seemed to have no lack of friends 

who wished to help him—as soon as he was gone. Perhaps some of those who 
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prayed for his soul were afraid not to do so. Ah, would that they had all been so 

brave and industrious in his defense before he ceased to breathe—but perhaps 

my protests, particularly at this late date, are churlish and unfair.

Meanwhile, as we have mentioned, other hands had been at work in the hasty 

construction of a coffin. The torso with its limbs, garbed in some crude but 

decent cerements, was now laid reverently within. The coffin-makers had 

calculated the length to a nicety, avoiding any need to lay the prince's head in his 

lap or under his arm like a pumpkin. The severed member fit into its proper 

place, albeit a trifle snugly, just above the neck.

My dagger had been picked up on the field and brought along, and now, along 

with some jewels of moderate value and a crucifix, was put into the coffin. 

Someone quickly and quietly removed the jewels again, at the last moment 

before the lid was put on. The wrists were crossed upon the breast, the dagger 

rested near the hands, and it seemed to one of the attendants that the right hand 

and arm had shifted position slightly, doubtless because of the bumping around 

and shifting that the box was getting, and that the lifeless fingers were curving, 

even tightening noticeably, around the hilt.

And I began to understand more fully, from one after another of the 

young women who became my lovers, how my condition was regarded by their 

people and the various names by which they thought it should be called. Then, I 

thought, there must have been others like me, in the past.

The superstitious awe in which I was held was sometimes amusing, sometimes 

useful, sometimes maddening. I do believe that every single one of my lovers, 

during that distant epoch, were certain that I must be somehow in alliance with 

the Evil One; and more than one of them earnestly sought my help in 

establishing such a connection for herself, as if no greater boon could be 

imagined.

It was with great difficulty that I convinced these girls and women that they 
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misjudged me, and perhaps the Evil One as well. No doubt one or more of them 

managed somehow to achieve her wicked aim, without my help. As for my own 

alleged dealings with the devil, I had long ago taken solemn oaths of fealty to his 

great Opponent; and for a Drakulya such pledges are not to be set aside.

Despite, or perhaps because of, the stubborn convictions of my breathing 

acquaintances regarding my spiritual condition, I became ever more firmly 

convinced that what had happened to me had no connection with the 

supernatural. Thanks to my own supremely stubborn will—and to the permissive 

will, at least, of God—the death by sword cuts that I had undergone was no true 

death. My abode was neither heaven nor hell nor purgatory. Rather it was the 

grave I slept in daily, my body capable of passing up out of it and back again 

like so much smoke during the hours of darkness. And this, my earthen 

sanctuary, was dug out of nothing more or less than the soil of my homeland, in 

which I had been born.

Chapter 9

I have observed as I grow older that my chronic need for M the home earth 

grows gradually less intense. In the year in which I electronically set down these 

words, standing in close sight of the end of the twentieth century, I find that I 

can ordinarily manage with a mere couple of kilograms of that dear crumbly soil, 

sealed sanitarily in a plastic bag beneath my bottom sheet or mattress.

Even in 1492, the year in which I at last managed to reenter Italy, this diminution 

of my dependence on the homeland had begun. Also by that time, to my 

considerable relief, I no longer found it necessary to sleep for years at a stretch. 

Even naps whose duration stretched into months were becoming increasingly 

rare.
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As the time of my departure for Italy drew near, I had no very clear idea of 

where my two surviving assassins were likely to be found. About two years had 

passed since any intelligence regarding either Bogdan or Basarab had reached 

me. Given the perilous nature of their profession, I considered it very doubtful 

whether they were still alive. Therefore I decided that my first Italian destination 

should be Florence.

Roughly a quarter of a century earlier, at the time of my last visit to that 

intriguing, prosperous, often dangerous but never boring city, I had made some 

good friends as well as some fierce enemies among its citizens. I thought that 

some of those friends might be able to help me now, even if they could hardly be 

expected to recognize, in my youthful-looking, blood-drinking, and nocturnal 

figure, the breathing condottiere they had once known as Signor Ladislao.

From the beginning I had realized that to locate the objects of my vengeance 

would probably require my appearance in society, at any and all levels, listening 

everywhere, questioning discreetly. I had done my best to practice playing the 

role of a breathing man, first in the market towns of my homeland and then in 

Bucharest. That I had spent most of my life up until that time in such a state was 

of course a considerable advantage. By the last decade of the fifteenth century, I 

had no doubt of my ability to take my place in any company as a more or less 

ordinary breathing human—at least for a short time, when sunlight was not a 

problem, eating and drinking not absolute requirements. And now, at last, all 

was in readiness. My only real worry was that one or both of my intended 

victims might have gone to the grave before I had a chance to get my hands on 

them.

During my breathing years, traversing the Alps had invariably been something of 
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an ordeal, and in the month of March it was often not possible at all. Now, 

traveling almost without baggage, alternately in wolf-form and mist-form, I 

found the cold and snow of spring—in the mountains, still late winter—almost 

no impediment. On the southern slopes, whose descent brought me down into 

Lombardy, I paused in man-form at an inn and rejoiced to find that the trunk 

deposited there the year before in the name of Ladislao was still safe, kept 

faithfully awaiting my arrival.

From Lombardy, freshly equipped with money, clothing of Italian cut, and a 

small emergency supply of earth, I progressed by swift stages on to Florence, 

which city I found considerably transformed from the energetic metropolis I had 

known more than twenty years before. Now it seemed almost that a century of 

change had intervened; there was practically no one I knew left in the city. The 

people I did converse with were too distracted with their own problems to think 

about the Balkan mercenaries for whom I was so diligently searching.

Most disappointingly, I learned to my sorrow of the serious illness of Lorenzo 

the Magnificent, which was feared would be his last. Lorenzo had been a mere 

youth when I had seen him last, though already leader of the mercantile Medici 

clan, and more than anyone else the ruler of Florence. In the year of my return he 

was still only forty-one, and I had counted heavily on his friendship in my plan 

to obtain help.

Saddened to hear of Lorenzo's illness, I hastened on to seek him at his suburban 

villa at Careggi It was early April when I arrived there, and the countryside in 

one of the seasons of its greatest beauty.

I had hoped to find the great man, if not recovering, at least not too ill to 
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remember his former ally and friend, the ferocious mercenary Signer Ladislao, 

once sent here by the King of Hungary. Had Lorenzo been anything like his 

usual energetic self, with the unexcelled Medici intelligence network at his 

command, he could very likely have provided Ladislao's supposed son or 

nephew with vital information. But such, alas, was not to be.

I arrived at the villa about the time the Paduan doctors, at great expense, were 

feeding Lorenzo powdered pearls in wine, a concoction no more harmful, if 

considerably more expensive, than most of the other remedies of the time.

Not that I, a stranger to the attendants, was allowed in to see the sick man at 

once. While waiting in a shaded courtyard garden for my chance to speak to my 

old friend, I found a white-robed, black-cloaked friar tarrying somewhat 

impatiently, with the same expectation. We introduced ourselves, and thus I had 

the chance to converse briefly with the Dominican monk Girolamo Savonarola, 

who had dropped by in hopes of being able to hear the potentate's confession and 

give him absolution.

Savonarola was a small man, with a thick-lipped, worried-looking face; during 

our single brief meeting, I never saw him smile. His nose was huge enough to 

provoke taunts—had it been set upon another's face. I think everyone who ever 

met this man understood at first glance that he was to be taken seriously.

Around us in the flower garden, bees prospered among early blooms, and stone 

fountains splashed and played. What did we talk about? It is hard to remember a 

sermon after so many centuries. Savonarola was of course concerned for my 

immortal soul—he took that attitude with everyone he met. Also he was 

absolutely fearless regarding his own safety in this world. I do recall that when 
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the subject of the upper hierarchy of the Church in Rome came up, the 

impetuous monk openly expressed his great contempt for all of them, the Pope 

included, condemning in the strongest terms the thousand corruptions that most 

of them practiced. Fortunately for the Dominican, Pope Innocent was soon to 

die, and Alexander, his successor, had at least one virtue—he was as thick-

skinned as the bull that bestrode his family coat of arms, as far as personal 

insults or accusations were concerned.

My turn 'came first to see Lorenzo—most likely because I had already hinted to 

the steward of a bribe. As soon as this potential offer had been discreetly 

realized, I was admitted for a brief visit to the dying man.

Lorenzo the Magnificent, pale and diminished as dying men are wont to be, 

showed little interest in my presence as he received me in his sunlit, ornate 

bedroom. Though still comparatively young, he was much changed from the 

robust youth of more than twenty years ago that I remembered. No one at the 

villa except Lorenzo himself was at all familiar to me, and apparently none of 

them remembered Signor Ladislao. Even Lorenzo's memory, as he lay dying, 

was certainly imperfect, and I was not sure whether he truly grasped my identity 

or not. We each had something to say about art, and toward the last he looked at 

me as if he did remember me.

And perhaps he did. For on turning over the name of Ladislao, he did finally 

recall that the man had come from far-off Wallachia. And, this leader of the 

Medici, dying as he was, beginning to perceive everything from the viewpoint of 

eternity, was not greatly impressed by the fact that I had not aged in more than 

twenty years.
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Lorenzo, speaking automatically as it were, the mercantile instincts of the 

Medici still in control, asked me a question or two on politics, having to do with 

who was ruling in my homeland now, and I gave him such answers as I could. 

Political ambition had become the least of my concerns. I suppose I must have 

realized that I, in my present mode of mainly dusk-to-dawn existence, 

punctuated by trancelike sleeps sometimes extending over weeks or months, was 

in no condition to rule anything. However, my ignorance of current events in 

Wallachia was of little moment, for Lorenzo's gaze remained for the most part 

fixed upon eternity and he paid scant attention to my answers.

Even from the viewpoint of eternity, I was accepted as a man, and this was 

pleasing. Ever since the beginning of my trans-Alpine journey, my confidence in 

my ability to appear among breathing humans and be accepted as one of 

themselves had grown almost daily. So far I had confined my appearances in 

society mainly to the hours of darkness, though for some time now—as at 

Careggi—I had been able to demonstrate to my own satisfaction that daylight, at 

least of the dim and indirect variety, was not necessarily unbearable to my kind.

Only now and then, as I had moved across the Alps and into Italy, did I 

encounter anyone who appeared to suspect that there was something really 

extraordinary about me. No one in the suburban villa, with the possible 

exception of the Dominican, fit into this category; and the worthy Savonarola 

had much else on his mind.

I was still at Careggi when Lorenzo the Magnificent died, more peacefully than 

any great man has a right to expect, on the ninth of April, 1492.

As soon as the head of the House of Medici was dead, Savonarola hurried back 
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to Florence to begin his campaign to take over and reform the city, and I moved 

on to Rome in search of the traitor Basarab, to whose whereabouts I thought I 

had received some clue.

But let Basarab go, for the moment. Ultimately he proves unimportant. It was in 

Rome, a city I had visited only briefly during my breathing days, that I had my 

first contact with the Borgias.

Lucrezia, whose illegitimate father Rodrigo Borgia was soon to become Pope 

Alexander VI, was in that year only twelve years old and living in a Roman 

household that also included one or two of her father's distant female relatives, 

and one of his mistresses, though not her mother. Lucrezia's brother Cesare was 

just seventeen, and already had been consecrated—if that is the correct word— 

Bishop of Pamplona. In September of the following year, 1493, his father was to 

make him a Cardinal…

(The tape here contains a fairly lengthy pause.)

On thinking the matter over, it strikes me that the reader whose native habitat is 

the late twentieth century may require some preparation before being thrown into 

intimate association with the Borgia family. At the time when I set down these 

words, people have grown accustomed to an altogether different type of news 

emanating from the Vatican from that provided by jolly fat Rodrigo and his 

contemporaries. Here in the later nineteen hundreds we are accustomed to hear 

from Rome of stately ecumenical councils, of the celebration of religious feasts, 

of theological wrangles. An occasional canonization or—a serious matter—the 

solemn process by which some educator may be deprived of his full teaching 

authority. Now and then, every few years perhaps, a whiff of banking scandal, 
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subtle and indirect. Once in a great while—no more often than that, the Lord be 

thanked!—someone takes a shot at the Pope.

I must warn the reader that, five centuries ago, matters were considerably 

different. The news from the heart of Rome often concerned questions rather—

how shall I say it?—rather more fundamental. Moral issues were then more 

starkly drawn. The Popes of the Renaissance, trying to defend their lands and 

cities as energetically as any other temporal monarchs of the time, were, with 

occasional gentle exceptions, more likely to hire assassins than to suffer at their 

hands. Among the Sacred College of Cardinals, only a few men seemed capable 

of remembering the holy calling that must once have influenced them to become 

priests.

I was, as I have written elsewhere, quiescent in my tomb (or in a temporary 

sepulcher at least) at the time of the supposed transfusion of Pope Innocent VIII 

with the blood of several children, in an effort to keep life in his own aging, 

failing body. So I cannot comment intelligently on the truth of that most 

scandalous rumor. If true, it was an outrage, but hardly incredible given the 

morals prevailing at the time among the upper hierarchy in Rome-Savonarola, 

you did not exaggerate.

In any event, Innocent died in Rome on 25 July of 1492, and in early August, for 

various political and financial reasons the conclave elected as his successor in 

office a Spanish Cardinal, Rodrigo Borgia. This man, as I have already 

mentioned, was the illegitimate father of both Cesare and Lucrezia, along with 

half a dozen other offspring of less historical importance. The new Pope, taking 

the name of Alexander VI, assumed the chair of St. Peter on 26 August; and 

whether the transfusion rumor involving his predecessor was true or not, 
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Alexander was certainly no improvement. In Rodrigo Borgia, all authorities 

concur, the papacy attained its all-time nadir.

As long as I am setting the events of the Renaissance in perspective, there are a 

few other matters that should be mentioned. The selection of a new Pope was not 

the only momentous event of the month. On 3 August, half an hour before 

sunrise, all unbeknownst to me at the time, and unremarked by the vast majority 

of my contemporaries, an itinerant navigator named Christopher Columbus set 

sail from the port of Palos, Spain, on his first trans-Atlantic expedition in search 

of the lands of the Great Khan. The seventeen-year-old youth Cesare Borgia at 

about the same time quietly left his school in Perugia and made his way to

Rome to see what might happen to his father in the conclave. Also that year, in 

Spain, by order of the Inquisitor General Tomas Torquemada, all Jews were 

given three months either to accept Christianity or emigrate. Farther north, 

England's Henry VII, following in the footsteps of his illustrious grandfather, 

was first fighting and then making peace in France. At the University of Cracow, 

in Poland, a young student who would eventually be known to the world as 

Copernicus was hard at work. And near me in Italy, although I did not know it 

then, Leonardo da Vinci was making his first sketch of a flying machine.

However great a claim the doings of Popes and Cardinals might have had on the 

popular attention, they were but little on my mind when I arrived in Rome. My 

search for Basarab, and of course for Bogdan as well, still ruled my mind and 

soul.. The dusty roads and the clerical conflicts of Italy passed by me almost 

unobserved, except as they might lead me to a likely gathering place for foreign 

mercenaries.
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I rode alone, and traveled most of the time at night, having decided that any 

human attendants were almost certain to be more trouble than they were worth. 

Some of my devoted band of followers in Romania had volunteered to come 

with me, but I had discouraged them. Could you have met them, good reader, 

you would understand why.

Having been only once molested by bandits—the encounter, at dusk, was brief 

indeed, and afterward I recovered a purse that one of the highwaymen had 

dropped—I reached Rome in due course. The Eternal City, then excited as it 

always was by papal turnover, was at least as much transformed as Florence had 

been since I had seen it last. A new bridge had quite recently been thrown across 

the Tiber, and the municipal water supply had been restored to a level of quality 

unknown since the time of the Caesars. Much of this civic improvement was the 

work of Sixtus IV, one of those Popes who had come and gone whilst I lay 

sleeping; the same man who in his spare time had once tried to arrange the 

murder of Lorenzo de' Medici, as a means of settling some political dispute.

I approached Rome in an optimistic state of mind. By this time my Italian had 

regained some fluency, and I had achieved, as I thought, a fair amount of skill in 

asking questions. Alas, the answers were no better than before. The clue I had 

picked up at Careggi seemed worthless. No one with whom I spoke had heard of 

Bogdan, at least for the past several years; and at first no one had heard of 

Basarab, either.

And then, someone had. The first clue came by chance, in a conversation I 

overheard in a tavern frequented by soldiers. What they were saying confirmed 

what I had heard at the villa of Lorenzo, and put me definitely on what I thought 

was the right track.
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My search led me first near the Vatican, and then directly into it. Understand that 

I am not speaking of the great church-and-single-palace complex that we see 

today, in 1492 Michelangelo and others had not yet begun the great rebuilding of 

St. Peter's and its hundred corollary projects of renewal. Nor—let me emphasize 

again—were the Pope's temporal domains limited to the miniature quaint city-

state, a few scant acres in extent, familiar to the twentieth century. Rather all of 

Rome, and a large part of central Italy besides, more or less acknowledged His 

Holiness as temporal as well as spiritual ruler. More presently about that "more 

or less."

The area of Rome closely surrounding the Vatican complex was thick with 

private palaces, elaborate houses and gardens, many of them belonging to 

Cardinals. The clues that I had hoped would set me properly on Basarab's trail 

soon led me in among these mansions.

But the trail was cold, and I began to realize the fact; and on one summer night I 

allowed myself to be temporarily distracted from my fruitless search by the 

voice of a young woman, singing with beautiful sadness beyond a garden wall.

Silently crossing over the high stone wall and prowling through the gardens that 

it enclosed, I soon encountered a pretty maid standing utterly alone, leaning with 

her back against a tree and singing softly to herself. Judging from the girl's 

clothing she was a servant of some kind, perhaps a slave—oh, yes, Rome 

tolerated chattel slavery at the time. And there was something odd in the girl's 

behavior, as if she might be under the influence of drink.

Whatever the cause of her being here, at this hour, alone, I considered the 

situation my good fortune. Appearing at a little distance before her in the 
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moonlight, I greeted her in my kindliest and most reassuring manner— ah, I can 

do such things more smoothly now, but I did not do them too clumsily, even 

then. Of course I was lusting for the girl's blood, and the fact that she seemed 

somewhat the worse for wine meant little to me one way or the other.

I spare you the details of the conquest; but it will come as no surprise to you to 

hear that I was soon able to taste what I desired, there in that fragrant midnight 

garden. This maid's blood had a certain tang, a surprising flavor, that was then 

completely new to me. Perhaps I should add here, parenthetically, that drug-

laden gore is ordinarily a matter of indifference to even the most discriminating 

vampire. On imbibing it for the first time, he or she will very likely realize that a 

new and special flavor has been encountered. But to the trained palate there is 

already an almost infinite variety of human tastes. These depend of course upon 

the variations in individual body chemistry, as well as upon what the breathing 

partner has recently had to eat or drink.

Certain substances in particular convey their own strong flavors to the blood, and 

to the one who tastes it. Yes, as you might imagine, garlic is one of them. Of 

course if some more subtle substance is ingested by the breather along with one 

of these, then the taste of the more subtle substance, be it drug or whatever, is 

almost certain to be well disguised.

Almost none of these various flavors, or substances, make much difference one 

way or another to most vampires. They will not, as a rule, affect the blood's 

palatability. The spirochetes of syphilis, brought back from the New World by 

the intrepid explorers on the ships of Columbus, are of no more concern to the 

blood-drinker than the molecules of alcohol or the harsh dissonance of cocaine.

For us, usually, the 

flavors in the blood alone are there, often interesting, sometimes mildly 

attractive.

"How could I ever forget? —But I see that you are greatly changed." In another 
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sense, of course, the woman before me was hardly changed at all, for she 

appeared as young and comely as on that night many years earlier when she had 

violated my grave.

"Indeed I have. As none should know better than you, Prince Drakulya."

I doubted then, and still doubt, whether my embraces had been the sole or even 

the chief cause of her conversion. But if I had had a successor, or a rival, as 

Constantia's vampire lover, I was never to find out his name.

Certainly my little gypsy appeared to me as beautiful as ever. But both of us 

understood, from the first moment of our first Italian encounter, that our 

relationship would necessarily be different from now on. Henceforward, as a 

vampire herself, she might be my nosferatu friend, in a sense my sister, or even 

daughter; but the love that passes between man and woman we could share no 

more.

Probably, I decided, her magical arts were considerably advanced over what they 

had been at the time of our first encounter.

"There are many interesting things in Italy these days, good prince." It pleased 

her, for the time being, to be no more specific than that, and it pleased me for the 

time being not to press the matter. There was much else I wanted to find out, 

having to do with local and world affairs—by world affairs I of course meant

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again.

Among other information I had gleaned from Constantia was that for several 

years during my latest nap the fanatical reformer Savonarola had been in virtual 

control of the city of Florence. Fra Girolamo had been bent on establishing a 

Florentine government that would serve the interest of God's poor as well as of 

the wealthy. Like most such plans, his miscarried. Eventually he had been 

betrayed to his enemies, arrested, publicly strangled, and his body burnt upon the 

scaffold—so much for reform. In general, the leaders of church and state alike 

had been pleased to see their last in this world of that pesky monk. The Medici 
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family were now once more in control of Florence, though from things I 

overheard I deduced that their rule was neither so firm nor so beneficial as it 

once had been.

On the next night—which I, to be on the safe side, planned to spend in a 

different earth—Constantia kept her appointment for our meeting, and we were 

able to have a second conversation.

This time it pleased her to speak of Bogdan and Basarab, or, more accurately, to 

inform me that since her arrival in Italy she had heard nothing of them.

1499, when he had ridden south of the Alps with Louis XII, monarch of France, 

on his flamed and ultimately ill-fated expedition to Naples.

"Are you telling me that the French invaded Italy in 

force?"

"You might say that, I suppose. Well, yes, they certainly did, but in the end it 

came to nothing, and the only battle they really fought was when they were 

trying to get home again."

I had already missed the peak of the Jubilee Year in Rome. The month of 

February had been carnival, when pilgrims thronged in from all across Europe, 

seeking special indulgences. In that month Cesare had arrived in the city in 

considerable state, bringing with him prisoners from his most recent military 

expeditions. The purpose of these campaigns had been the subjugation of some 

of the petty lords of the Papal Territories, who had been minded to remove 

themselves from under the temporal authority of Christ's Vicar. Evidently 

Cesare, despite his youth, was already a most effective leader, in war and politics 

as well. According to Constantia he, with his doting father's blessing, was 

beginning to give himself almost royal airs.
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Aut Caesar, aut nihil. Caesar or nothing. That was his motto, and he devoted 

himself to trying to live up to it.

"If what you are telling me is accurate, 

then you are right, this Borgia is the one I must seek out. Mercenaries and war 

are going to follow him like soldiers after a prostitute."

Chapter 17

Around the middle of August, in the year 1503, word reached me at the distance 

of a few days' ride from the Eternal City that on the twelfth of that month both 

Pope Alexander and Cesare had suddenly been stricken desperately ill. There 

was grave doubt of the father's survival, and the son was incapacitated, prognosis 

uncertain.

The message arrived near midnight. It was in fact my old friend and former lover 

Constantia, Cesare's sometime lover (and, I believe, quite possibly Alexander's 

too), who brought me this information, at a speed greater .than that attainable by 

any breathing human of the time.

I was to tell no one, but proceed to Rome as rapidly as possible, dropping at once 

all other business on which I was engaged.

But now, as Cesare's faithful agent, I had much more pressing matters to 

consider. On hearing that the Borgias had been simultaneously stricken, the first 

thought that leaped to my mind—and to the minds of a great many of my 

contemporaries—was poison. One of their damned plots had somehow backfired 

on them; or Madonna Lucrezia, driven mad by their continued ill-usage of her as 

a political pawn, had finally struck back at her father and brother, or some rival 

faction had suddenly acquired a skill equal to theirs in the formulation and use of 

deadly potions.

Constantia on bringing me the news let me know that she favored this last 

opinion. She also voiced her sadness that her young and powerful lover had been 

so stricken.

So concerned was she for her lover's life, she informed me, that before leaving 

on her courier's mission she had once more pressed Cesare, this time urgently, to 

drink her blood and thereby become a vampire. But in his great stubbornness, his 

absolute determination to achieve political success, he had still refused.

That both father and son could have been felled by some ordinary illness was an 

explanation that no shrewd observer at the time was willing to believe. And yet 
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with the benefit of hindsight such an accident seems the most likely cause. That 

was a bad summer for disease in Rome, in an era when all Roman summers were 

unhealthy; and in the perspective afforded by modern science, acute malaria 

seems the most likely diagnosis.

Constantia, after delivering her message to me and tarrying for the briefest of 

conversations, hastened on. There were still others to whom the alarming news 

must be conveyed.

Three or four days after the father and son had fallen ill, and while I was still 

hastening toward Rome, the Pope's life was already being despaired of. 

Important folk of every kind, Cardinals in particular, who had received the word 

as soon as I did or sooner, were rushing to be on hand when the end came, 

hoping thus to be best able to pursue their own advantage. At the same time 

others already on the scene, who had become closely associated with Alexander 

and had made enemies in the process, were moving prudently away from Rome, 

not liking what they foresaw as the aftermath of his demise.

Fortunately, once I got under way I was able to move faster than any breathing 

person, given the general state of transportation at the time. My actual journey to 

Rome took me less than a day.

On arriving at the papal palace I found everything in turmoil. Actually that word 

somewhat understates the degree of political, social, and religious confusion that 

obtained. At the time of my arrival the Pope was not yet dead, and I was pleased 

to hear that my employer Cesare still survived as well, though the condition of 

both men was still very grave. At once I started to make my way up to Cesare's 

apartments, which were directly above his father's.
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But before I had taken hah" a dozen steps up the broad stairs, I was intercepted 

by a man I recognized as an agent of Lucrezia. He drew me aside and murmured 

privately that his mistress wished to see me immediately upon my arrival. The 

matter, she had said, was urgent.

I was startled. "Then she is here, in Rome?"

"Indeed she is, Don Ladislao." It appeared that Madonna had received the news 

of her brother's and father's sickness even before I did, and in response to an 

urgent plea from Cesare had hurried to the Eternal City from Ferrara, making the 

long ride disguised as a man. Her third and current husband, Alfonso d'Este, was 

no doubt as usual out in the countryside somewhere playing with his artillery, 

and largely indifferent as to whether his wife was home or not, so long as the 

appearances of propriety were preserved.

Duke Valentino, my informant confided to me, had summoned his sister, the 

family expert, to Rome because he wanted her to test him and their father for 

signs of poisoning.

"Aha. And have such signs been found?"

"You will have to speak to my mistress about that."

"Then conduct me to her instantly."

My guide led me away at once, out of the palace and into a nearby garden, where 

an uncomfortable-looking stone bench proved surprisingly movable. Inside the 

cavity thus disclosed, stairs went steeply down below ground level.
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"Where is she hiding, then? In a catacomb?"

"Something very tike it, Captain. If you will please follow me."

We went down, and down, and down again, with intervals of lateral progression 

through thin tunnels. At one point I believe we were actually in a subbasement of 

the palace. Some of the stonework around me was indeed as old as the 

catacombs, but other parts were new. The Vatican, I realized, was changing 

rapidly, almost before the eyes of one who visited the area as often as I did. 

Alexander on becoming Pope had hurried into construction of an addition, called 

the Torre Borgia, to the papal palace. His addition, I thought, must be the part 

above me now. In succeeding years he had ordered additional remodeling. 

Probably his experience with the falling roof remained much in his mind.

I had not been entirely serious when I spoke of catacombs, those vaults and 

passages whose walls were lined with the bones of Christians, the majority of 

them interred more than a thousand years before my time. But now here we were 

among them, for a brief distance anyway. Then out again, into a passage of much 

more recent creation.

The air was close and dank. The way for a long time had been completely dark, 

at least to breathers' limited perceptions, except for the torch my guide was 

carrying.

And now a peculiar smell, even worse and stranger than those to be expected in 

a cave beneath a city, began to tease my nostrils. I became more and more 

convinced as we proceeded, that I smelled, of all unlikely things—a bear.

People I knew still spoke of how a whole bear, roasted in its hide, had been 
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among the dishes served at a papal feast once given for the King of Naples. So 

the thing was not utterly impossible. Still, unwilling to sound foolish if I should 

be mistaken, I said nothing to my guide.

At last we emerged from the confusing series of tunnels into a surprisingly 

roomy chamber that I assumed to be our final goal. Sconces mounted high on the 

curved walls held torches that both stimulated and tested the circulation of the 

buried air, and gave light enough for even a breather's eyes to take in a scene of 

fantasy.

I blinked, and came near rubbing my own eyes. In the middle of the high 

chamber a large bear, one of the species then much favored by traveling 

entertainers, hung head down from the ceiling, suspended in an elaborate 

network of chains and ropes. I could hear the animal's wheezing, labored 

breathing. The beast hung almost motionless in its bizarre suspension, too nearly 

dead to struggle or make any other sound. A dozen feet below it, tubs and basins 

on the chamber floor caught what liquids dripped or trickled from its shaggy, 

slowly dying body. Around those receptacles, workers were busy with chemical 

and alchemical apparatus

—in those days the difference was lost on most of us, including me. These 

toilers looked up at our entrance, then went back to whatever it was that they 

were doing.

With a total lack of comprehension I studied the animal's dark fur, the yellow 

teeth, black open lips still trickling slime. Since my transformation I had gained 

a certain empathy with the lower orders of creation, and I could share, through 

channels other than those of the common senses, the sensations of the bear. Dim 
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pain and outrage burned like banked-up fires, but they would not burn much 

longer.

Letting my gaze drift away from the bear, I surveyed the room in which we 

stood, which was strange and wonderful enough in itself. Roman portrait murals, 

their colors faded and encrusted with nitre through the centuries, looked down 

from the walls. For what purpose this room might have been constructed I had 

no hope of guessing. Ancient Rome, the city of the imperial Caesars, was of 

course never far away. On Palatine Hill the ruins of their palaces were grazed by 

sheep, overgrown with olive trees, and entwined in myrtle and rosemary.

"We wait here for a moment," said my guide, meaning that I should do so, while 

he went ahead to report my arrival. Waiting, I called to the technicians to ask 

them about the bear. One of them explained to me that the object of this exercise 

was to collect what the bear vomited, or voided by other means, and by judicious 

mixing, evaporation, and distillation create from those substances the finest 

poison.

Whilst I was pondering this, Madonna Lucrezia entered the room, beautifully 

dressed as she almost always' was, and greeted me with her sweet smile, though 

with some restraint because of the others present. "Captain Ladislao, it is very 

good to see you."

"And for me to see you, my lady. More than good, it is essential." I kissed her 

hand. "I rushed to Rome as quickly as I could when the horrible news reached 

me. I have not yet seen either His Holiness or your esteemed brother. I trust they 

are—?"

"Still alive, dear friend. But I fear scarcely more than that." Lucrezia, looking 
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uncharacteristically worried, gestured at the bear. "We are testing certain of their 

bodily discharges even now, having fed them to the animal. But so far there is no 

evidence of poison. So it appears that I will have no urgent mission for you 

today."

"One of your laboratory workers gave me rather a different explanation of this 

experiment."

"Ah, my workers. They show great devotion and are only doing their best to 

keep my little secrets." Excusing herself for a moment, Lucrezia began to talk to 

the chemical technicians, conferring on the progress of the experiment.

Once more I looked around the chamber in which we stood. The more details of 

the architecture and decoration I examined, the more I found myself gaping like 

the veriest tourist, marveling and blinking in amazement.

No doubt, I thought, one of the imperial Caesars had once inhabited this room. 

Such was the impression made by the high doorways, mostly blocked, the 

columns, some of them broken, and the few statues, battered but essentially 

intact, that still maintained their poses in the high niches of the wall Except for 

the lamps brought by the latest generation of breathing occupants, the vast 

chamber was in darkness now, and its farther reaches were choked with rubbish. 

Once, I thought, this room must have stood much higher, resting freely upon the 

surface of the earth, while Caesar—Claudius, perhaps, or Caligula?—trod its 

marble floor. And somehow over the centuries it had been buried, encroached 

upon and covered by one generation after another of Roman buildings and 

pavements, litter and debris. How did such things happen? I began to have a 

sense of what a personal life of centuries might entail, besides the postponement 
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of eternity.

Lucrezia had concluded her conference with her workmen. I returned my 

attention to the lovely woman who was concerning herself with bear vomit, and 

as courteously as possible expressed my curiosity as to how the Borgias, and she 

in particular, had happened to become so expert on the subject of poisons.

She laughed and said we had more urgent things to talk about, and I never 

received much of an explanation. But the opinion of my later years is that 

probably the first tendencies toward toxicity, when she and Cesare were mere 

children, had been cultivated by some old nurse. I wonder sometimes whether 

that nurse might have been a vampire too.

Lucrezia guided me out of the main chamber of the subterranean laboratory, and 

into another and more private room, where we might converse more freely. 

Harking back to our first meeting, Lucrezia went on to assure me, without my 

asking, that her and her brother's discovery of an anti-vampire venom had been 

purely serendipitous, and I their first subject only by sheer accident. Actually the 

two adolescents, as they then were, had been seeking a dependable aphrodisiac—

a goal which, unhappily, had continued to elude her researches.

Lately her chemical researches had been allowed to lapse. With the added 

responsibilities of Lucrezia's new family in Ferrara—here she looked at me 

sharply, to make sure I understood she took those responsibilities seriously—she 

had little time and no longer much inclination for such pursuits. However, if it 

should turn out that her brother and her father had been poisoned—

I was glad, observing sweet-faced Lucrezia at this time, that I was not the one 

who had attempted to do her brother harm.
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Taking advantage of the opportunity offered by the private room, we exchanged 

a kiss or two to cement our own relationship. This led to a more fervent 

exchange of endearments, and I fear I must now report that poor Cesare and 

Alexander had to wait.

While I am on the subject of the Borgia poison, the one so effective against the 

nonbreathing component of humanity, let me say here that I believe one of its 

vital components must be some compound of burnt and powdered wood. I have 

reason to believe that liqnum vitae might be particularly effective, but the final 

determination must await a new round of research.

Madonna Lucrezia and I both delighted in our subterranean meeting, but neither 

of us wanted to dally overlong. Within the hour I was hurrying aboveground to 

the Vatican, where I resumed my delayed efforts to get in to see Cesare.

The Pope on being stricken had taken to his bed in his usual apartments, and 

Cesare, likewise, in the rooms he normally used, which were just above those of 

his father. Both men were still in the chambers when I arrived.

I was told that the Pope, on the day before my arrival in Rome, had recovered 

enough to play cards; but then the indefatigable physicians had their way, and 

bled him once again. Still he lingered, but perhaps the bleeding was really the 

finishing stroke.

Cesare, when I was admitted to his room at last, still clung fiercely to life and 

swore even in a delirium of fever that he would recover. I offered what I could in 

the way of hearty encouragement, though silently I admitted to my-self that he 

looked in a bad way. I wondered whether I should add my urgings to those of 
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Constantia, advising my leader to save his life by becoming a vampire, even if 

that meant giving up his chances to be a king.

But I refrained—the choice was up to him, and if he wanted advice he would ask 

for it. Either Caesar or nothing—what a motto! What a man! Or so most of his 

friends and associates agreed. I could not fail to be impressed by the way he 

commanded fierce loyalty among them, a demonstration even more marked now 

in his time of helplessness.

On the night I have been describing, I arrived at Cesare's apartments, and argued 

and pushed my way in, just a few minutes before the time his physicians decided 

to stuff his delirious body, wracked with fever, into a bath of icy water in an 

effort to save his life.

Michelotto, who was now sitting in almost continuous attendance upon the 

sufferer, drew a blade and threatened these supposed healers—it was only with 

some difficulty that I and others persuaded Corella to sheathe his weapon again.

Looking closely at Valentino, I beheld certain lesions on his face that I did not 

remember seeing there before—of late he had affected to wear a mask much of 

the time—and seeing these eruptions made me think of certain other oddities I 

had observed during the last year or so. It came to me that in that period Cesare 

had started to display some signs of the infamous French pox.

Once I got a good look at the illness now threatening Cesare's life, it did look to 

me like malaria, with which everyone who then lived in southern Italy was more 

or less familiar. Many in Rome caught the disease in that unhappy summer.

Duke Valentino at the time of his icy bath was in no shape to give coherent 
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orders, to me or anyone else, so Michelotto and I simply stood by.

But the physicians' heroic measures succeeded, and the fever soon left the Duke. 

By the eighteenth of August, when word suddenly came from downstairs that his 

father the Pope was dead, Cesare himself was on the road to recovery, though 

still extremely weak.

His immediate reaction on hearing that his father was no more—the news 

certainly came as no surprise—was to call Michelotto and myself to him, and 

dispatch us with orders to accomplish the looting of the papal apartments located 

just beneath his own. There, in the Pope's own bedchamber, built into the wall 

directly behind his bed, was a vault in which Alexander had been wont to keep 

the bulk of the papal cash, jewels, and gold on hand.

He got as far as the door of 

the room, where he stopped, looking back impatiently.

It was no secret to anyone that 

Alexander had, all along, been squandering Church funds to further his son's 

career in any way he could. But that a Pope might choose to abuse his authority 

gave me no excuse to commit a robbery.

Cesare had no idea what I was talking about. "Yes, and what of that?"
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"Sir, you are asking me to steal this money for you."

The glazed eyes of the sick man betrayed no hint of understanding. Feebly he 

endeavored to prop himself up in bed. At last he began to comprehend. Wearily 

he croaked: "What strange scruples are these? My father, while he breathed, was 

the Church, was he not? And so the money was his, and what was the father's 

passes on naturally to the son."

I considered this a childish attempt to twist the logic of morality. "Certainly, my 

lord, a father may pass on his own property at will, to his son or any other heir 

he chooses. But that scarcely has any application in the present case."

Borgia glared at me. I had seen strong men quail at far milder looks from him.

Chapter 19

Feeling doubly repulsed by the behavior of Duke Cesare and the blackened and 

hideous spectacle of his father's body, I hastened to distance myself from the 

Vatican through which, for some eleven years, they had sought to dominate the 

world. Rome in general agreed with me in being ready to see the last of the 

Borgias; Alexander's death was celebrated in a general wave of rejoicing. At the 

same time, out in the farms and villages of the Romagna, many mourned the 

impending fall from power of his son, the young man who had given their towns 

the best government they could remember.

As for myself, I rejoiced in my new freedom. Indeed it was freedom in a degree 

that I had never yet experienced; that night marked the first time since the 

beginning of my life as a vampire that I felt myself under no obligation, either to 

the Borgias or to that even grimmer master called Revenge.

Of course my liberty was not perfect; I suppose that in this world no one's ever 

is. In my case the sharpest boundary was drawn by the beautiful Lucrezia, for 

whom my love was undiminished. She had not accepted my explanation as to 

why I had severed relations with her brother in his hour of great need; but I 

convinced myself that if I were to go about the matter properly, she could 

eventually be made to understand.

At the time of our final meeting in that chamber, days had passed since 

Alexander's death, but Lucrezia was reluctant to start back for Ferrara as long as 

her beloved brother's life, health, and fortune still hung so perilously in the 

balance.

As far 

as I was concerned, their father might have stolen freely from the Church he was 

sworn to protect, and Cesare might continue to do so, if he considered such 

actions compatible with the Borgia honor—but theft of any kind has always been 

utterly repugnant to the honor of
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Drakulya, and that the contemplated thievery was sacrilegious only made the 

matter considerably worse.

I asked Lucrezia whether she had never heard of my reputation as a ruler, of the 

thousands—the numbers grew with the stories, from year to year—of impaled 

bodies of bandits that lined my highways? Her reply—something to the effect 

that if I could impale all those people, why should I draw back at a little pilfering 

in a good cause?— showed her failure to grasp the true moral principles 

involved.

It argues much for the closeness of our relationship that, after we had such a 

discussion, we were still on speaking terms. I of course volunteered to escort 

Lucrezia safely home to Ferrara, Word had reached her in Rome that her 

husband had come home from one of his artillery outings rather sooner than 

expected, and was complaining of her absence. Or if she preferred, I was 

available to carry a message there for her.

But haughtily she said: "If you will not help me to save my brother, then I will 

accept no other gifts or favors from you." And as we parted matters between us 

were left in that unsatisfactory state.

I felt the need of rest, but at the same time I was troubled by a vague uneasiness

—from my early youth (as I have explained elsewhere) I have been immune to 

fear, but no sane person made an enemy of Cesare without feeling some unease 

about it. Therefore I chose for my place of retirement the newest of my several 

Roman earths, one I felt confident the Borgias did not know about.

The location I had chosen for this facility was not far from dear Lucrezia's 

poison laboratory. Intrigued by the riches of ruins underground, I had spent some 
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of my spare time in reconnoitering the vicinity and had in the process located 

another buried chamber that was eminently suited to my special needs.

The chamber in which I now established my new earth was another remnant of 

imperial Rome. Once it too must have been located on the surface of the ground. 

But now it formed a subterranean hideout, cut off virtually completely from the 

surface as far as access by breathers was concerned.

To this remote cavern I had managed to convey most of the Transylvanian soil 

from one of the caches that I now considered only doubtfully secure. Naturally I 

did this work at night, when the smallest crevice served as well as an open door 

to let me through. And in my new earth I was able to rest securely through the 

following day.

When night dawned again, I awoke feeling utterly tired of Rome, of Italy, of the 

entire situation in which I found myself. I felt convinced that the best thing to do 

was to put as much distance as I could between myself and the affairs of the 

Borgias as soon as possible.

There is a small narrative problem here, but I shall handle it this way: The 

following three or four years of my life, until approximately the end of 1506, 

constitute an interlude having little or nothing to do with the Borgias, belonging 

rather with a series of unrelated events that I may decide to chronicle at some 

time in the future. Therefore I shall now pass over this interlude in silence. 

Suffice it to say that I spent the bulk of those three or four years out of Italy, and 

most of the time away from my homeland also. Thus a considerable period 

elapsed in which I saw neither Lucrezia nor Cesare, though news of Duke 

Valentino did reach me on rare occasions.

It was in late 1506 that I began to interest myself closely in Borgia affairs once 

again. The proximate cause of this renewed concern was a message from 

Lucrezia brought to me, in a far land, by Constantia, who had committed it to 

memory, word for word. This was the first time in several years that I had seen 

my little gypsy friend, and her visit, apart from any news she brought, gladdened 

my heart.

In the interval since our last meeting, of course, the world had changed, though 

as so often happens the greatest changes were not immediately perceptible. 

Tomas de Torquemada, the Grand Inquisitor, had died in 1498, and Columbus in 

1506. The newest Pope, Julius II, was directing his considerable fierce energies 

to the task of creating St. Peter's as we know it today, and to this end he had 

summoned to Rome a horde of artists and craftsmen, Michelangelo among them.

Lucrezia, at the time I received her urgent message, had already begun to be 

intensely on my mind. Ferrara would have been the natural place for me to seek 
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her, and indeed I was considering such a pilgrimage when her communication 

arrived. Her situation in Ferrara had not changed drastically, except that her 

husband's father had died in the interval, and she was now the Duchess.

Her message began appealingly, telling me that I was the only one she 

considered strong and trustworthy enough to save her brother now, from 

whatever immediate danger was posed by his swarm of enemies and his own 

nature. She was not specific about the danger. None of this surprised me 

particularly; what did somewhat surprise me was that I was not urged to go 

immediately to Navarre, where Cesare was now, but summoned to Ferrara first.

I have said that it was not at all unexpected to hear that her brother was in 

trouble. I already knew that once the prop of his father's powerful support had 

been knocked from under him, his own career had gone downhill rapidly. He had 

careened briefly around Italy, surviving episodes of imprisonment, escape, and 

exile. He had confounded his enemies by recovering from his near-fatal illness 

of 1503, and then rebounding from one fresh political and personal setback after 

another, but in three years the total sum of his bad fortune had proved too much 

for him. As it would have done, I suppose, for any man.

Among his legion of enemies it was certainly necessary to number the new Pope, 

Julius II, a harsh autocrat who had long been a Borgia rival and was certainly no 

friend to Valentino now.

I found Madonna Lucrezia predictably in Ferrara, to -all appearances happily 

and comfortably settled in there with her third husband, the fortunate Duke, and 

their several bambini. It was apparent to me at once that she had no wish ever 

again to play a role upon the world's stage, that great arena in which the power-
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hungry, vengeful, and materially ambitious act out their lives.

Meanwhile, Lucrezia herself, in opting to remain in Ferrara, enjoying the 

consolations of religion, and sharing the life of the breathing man who had given 

her a decent life along with their children, had with clear eyes given up all 

thought of vampirism—for herself. She was not even tempted, finding the idea 

increasingly repulsive despite its promise of certain enhanced powers and a 

much extended life.

She was, however, even more concerned about her brother than her message had 

indicated.

I will be very grateful indeed—words alone will 

certainly not be able to express my gratitude—if you will help him now."

Cesare 

would have need of these, she said, among such dangerous surroundings as the 

royal court of Navarre—as a matter of self-protection, of course. And as I was 

making the trip so speedily, I could bring them to him.

Before I left Lucrezia in Ferrara, I renewed in the most solemn terms my vow to 

her that, no matter what new disagreements might arise between us, I would 

never kill Cesare; nor would I ever do him any harm except when absolutely 

necessary to preserve my own honor or my life. She would have liked to extract 

an even stronger pledge, but beyond what I had already given I would not go.

And that, dear reader, was the last I ever saw of Lucrezia Borgia. It was at about 

this time, I believe, that she began her affair with a certain breathing poet, Pietro 

Bembo. Fortunately for Bembo, I was not in those days— in the case of 

Lucrezia, at least—a particularly jealous man.

Inhabitants of the late twentieth century know the district of Navarre, if they are 

aware of it at all, as one of the northern provinces of Spain. But at the time of 

which I write, it persisted as a rather more than semi-independent kingdom. The 

land was, and is, beautiful in its own way, delighting the traveler who is 

susceptible to such things with a great variety of scenery. As I made my way in

"I have taken my solemn oath to Madonna Lucrezia," I assured her, "that I will 

not harm this man, unless under the most dire necessity of self-defense. I take 

the same oath now, again, to you."

I looked at her steadily for some moments. Then I said: "He has arranged with 

you to kill me, has he not? He has convinced you that I am planning to kill him?"

She could not utter a word, but the stricken look in her dark gypsy eyes was all 

the answer that I needed.

I gripped her hands, and was reminded of that first meeting, decades earlier, the 

young would-be witch and the apprentice vampire. I saw in Constantia's eyes 

that the same memory had come back to her.
