Amitra was a cabinet member for
three presidents before getting elected herself, and all the presidents she served under
worked in the Palais in some form or other before being elected. Bacco's the first outsider
in a long time to actually win an election.”

Chapter Ten

The woman sat down at her desk and indicated the chair
opposite it. "Have a seat, sir."

"I prefer to stand.”

With more steel in her voice than K'mtok would have expected from an elderly human
woman, she asked, "Remember what | said about giving orders, Mr. Ambassador?"

Edmund Atkinson had yet to grow tired of the council chambers.

No matter how old and cynical he became- and he was more of both than he liked- he
always felt a mild thrill whenever he entered the huge chamber that took up most of the first
floor of the Palais de la Concorde. Below the floor ran the Champs Elysees, which the
Palais straddled, supported by duranium beams at the four corners. In one of those beams
was the turbolift that led to the basement levels.

But, though many classified activities went on in the basements, it was in this room that
much of the Federation's government work got done. Though the building was cylindrical,
the chambers were rectangular. In front of the south wall was the podium emblazoned with
the symbol of the United Federation of Planets, which matched that of the flag hanging from
the pole behind it. That podium was where the leader of the session stood. During full
council sessions, that was the president's place. On the south wall itself was a viewscreen
that could be used for a variety of purposes, the most common being the display of vote
tallies.

On the east wall were four rows of twenty seats each, with a matching set on the west wall.
These one hundred and sixty seats were for the councillors, which currently numbered one
hundred and fifty-four. Edmund knew that when the chambers had first been constructed,
there had been only one row on either side. When the one hundred and sixty-first planet
joined the Federation, two more rows would be added to keep the room's balance, and
allow for the next twoscore worlds to be added to the Federation's numbers.

The north wall gallery was where spectators were allowed to observe open sessions. Most
sessions of the full council were open to the public, and even the ones that weren't were
recorded. Occasionally- regularly, during the Dominion War- sessions were sealed for
security reasons. However, this session most assuredly wasn't, which meant that Edmund
could watch the session directly.

discussion between Ambassador Lwaxana Troi of Betazed and Elim Garak of Cardassia
over the allocation of postwar relief efforts.

Edmund wondered what he'd see today. Maybe another T'Latrek-Gleer dogfight. | can get
an entire column out of that....

They began with the usual tedious business, including taking a roll call. One hundred and
thirty-two of the councillors were present. Edmund knew that several of the ones proximate
to the Romulan or Klingon borders had returned to investigate matters on their homeworlds.
Also conspicuous by her continued absence was Councillor Eftheria Lo of Ontail. Given all
the trouble the Federation went to to keep them in, you'd think they'd at least show up once
or twice.

But you all are the first to come through without that particular Damoclean sword hanging
over your collective heads."

Two of the cadets- neither of them human- gave each other confused looks, only to have the
cadets on either side of them explain about the Sword of Damocles.

"There's an old human saying- not in Latin, you'll be happy to know- that says that knowledge
is power, and another one that says that power corrupts. Since its founding two hundred and
nineteen years ago, the Federation has tried to bring a message of hope and of knowledge
to the galaxy. The galaxy, unfortunately, hasn't always been impressed. We may not be at
war anymore, but the possibility always, tragically, exists. The people who sat in those seats

"But the purpose of Starfleet isn't to fight the Federation's wars. That is their task- and that
might be your task- when it's required, but it's important for all of you to remember that it is a
last resort, not a first one. Starfleet was formed when the Federation was, but it grew out of
Earth's space exploration arm, and they had a Latin motto too: ad astra per aspera. It
means 'to the stars for hope.' And every time we go to the stars, we're filled with hope- no
matter how many times it would be better to be filled with dread. Their job then, and your job
now, is to seek out new life and new civilizations. Some of those will be like the Klingons or
the Romulans or the Cardassians or the Tzenkethi or the Tholians, none of whom were
kindly disposed to us at first, and some of whom still aren't. Some of those will be like Bajor
or Evora or Cairn or Delta Sigma IV, all of whom joined the Federation in the last decade.
Regardless of who you do meet out there, though, you will bring the hope of peace."

Bacco smiled then. "It sounds funny, doesn't it? You'll be flying around in ships that have
sufficient weaponry to lay waste to a planet- not really much of a peaceful message, is it?
When we've had to, we have fought, and we have bled, and we have suffered, but it's
because with this Federation, we've found something that's worth fighting for, worth bleeding
for, worth suffering for, and yes, worth dying for. And we've also found that the hope we
come to the stars for must be tempered with a willingness to defend what we have, because
if we don't, there are plenty of people all over the galaxy who'd be more than happy to take it
away from us.

"Every day | go down to the first floor of the Palais de la Concorde, and there are over a
hundred and fifty people in there. Each one is from a wholly different world than the person in
the next chair, and both are from worlds wholly different from the person in the chair behind
them. Yet they come together, they argue together, they discuss together, and they work
together to make this Federation better than it already is. It would be easy to fall into old
patterns. Before the Federation formed, Vulcan fought against Andorian, Tellarite fought
against Klingon, human fought against Xindi, Romulan fought against pretty much
everybody. But now, worlds stand together instead of apart.

"I've always had tremendous respect for Starfleet. My chief of staff and my security advisor
are former officers. Some of our finest presidents are former Starfleet- Lorne McLaren,
Thelian, T'Pragh. Still, | never really understood their importance until something that
happened during the war."

Karin tensed a bit. She had moved off Cestus Il by the time the war started, but she was
pretty sure she knew what Bacco was about to talk about.

"When the war was getting particularly bad, Starfleet sent the U.S.S. Enterprise to talk to the
Gorn, see if they could be convinced to ally with us against the Dominion. Turns out their
timing was pretty spectacularly awful, since Starfleet arrived just in time for a coup d'etat on
the Gorn homeworld. The new regime sent ships to Cestus Il and actually occupied the
planet for a while. In the end, though, we were saved, because the Enterprise was able to
stop the violence and convince the Gorn not to count us as their enemy. They didn't do it by
force, they didn't do it by blowing Gorn ships out of the sky, though both things did occur out
of necessity. But even with a war on, even with the powerful arsenal the Enterprise had at its
disposal, their captain and crew were able to negotiate a settlement and bring the Gorn into
the war. It was a show, not of force but of ideas that led to the Gorn signing a treaty with the
Federation, which they signed in my office in Pike City.

"Starfleet is the glue that holds the Federation together. The responsibility you each have



now is to maintain this little miracle that we've kept going for over two centuries, through
tumult and strife, through feast and famine, through war and peace. It will be difficult. All of
you will face hard choices in the years ahead, if history's any guide- and it usually is. But
throughout it all, you must remember that it is from the stars that you find knowledge, it is
from the stars that you find hope, and it is from the stars that you will find peace.

"I'd wish you luck, but | suspect you will not need it. Simply continue to do well. Thank you."

Karin wasn't sure if she was the first one to her feet when the president finished, but she
liked to imagine she was- and that she was also the last one to sit down several minutes
later when the applause finally died down.

She thought about what Bacco said about past presidents who were Starfleet officers first.

The ideal witness would, of course, be a Soong android to compare to B-4, but
Data was killed a year ago in the line of duty, Lore's positronic brain was destroyed about a
year after he was deactivated in the Delta Quadrant, and Lal is nonfunctional- she's as dead
as Data. There is no appropriate witness to bring."

KNOWN PRESIDENTS OF THE UNITED FEDERATION OF PLANETS



What follows is an incomplete and partly conjectural list of people who have served in the
office of Federation president since the nation's founding in 2161. If the president in
question appeared or was mentioned in a movie, episode, or work of fiction other than this
volume, it is cited.

Haroun al-Rashid. Human male. One of the first presidents of the Federation, serving in the
twenty-second century.

T'Maran. Vulcan female. One of the first presidents of the Federation, serving in the
twenty-second century.

Avaranthi sh'Rothress. Andorian shen. One of the first presidents of the Federation, serving
in the twenty-second century. Former Andorian councillor.

Madza Bral. Trill female. Served in the early twenty-third century. First person not from one of
the five founding worlds of the Federation to be elected president.

Kenneth Wescott. Human male. President during the Klingon conflict and subsequent
signing of the Organian Peace Treaty, in 2267. Declined to run for reelection in 2268. One
of the fifteenth-floor meeting rooms in the Palais de la Concorde is named for him. (Star
Trek: Errand of Fury Book 1: Seeds of Rage by Kevin Ryan.)

Lorne McLaren. Human male. Former Starfleet officer. Elected president in 2268. (Star Trek
Core Games Book by Last Unicorn Games.)

Hiram Roth. Human male. President during the so-called Genesis incident, as well as the
attack on Earth of a probe seeking out humpback whales and the subsequent rebuilding, all
in 2285-2286. Died in 2288 on the day that he won another term in a landslide victory. (Star
Trek IV: The Voyage Home.)

Ra-ghoratreii. Efrosian male. Elected during the first special election in Federation history
after the death of President Roth. Served during the assassination of Chancellor Gorkon
and subsequent signing of the Khitomer Accords in 2293. Served three terms. One of the
fifteenth-floor meeting rooms is named after him. (Star Trek VI: The Undiscovered Country)

Thelianaresth th'Vorothishria. Andorian than. President during initial talks with Cardassian
Union in 2327. Former Starfleet officer. Had a chateau built to serve as his residence, which
is now the permanent home of the president, named the Chateau Thelian in his honor. (Star
Trek: Enter the Wolves by A.C. Crispin & Howard Weinstein.)

T'Pragh. Vulcan female. Served during the Tzenkethi War in the mid-twenty-fourth century.

Amitra. Pandrilite female. Was a cabinet member under three prior presidents. Moved
presidential office to the smaller Ra-ghoratreii Room. Her sole term ended in 2368.

Jaresh-Inyo. Grazerite male. President during both the quadrant-wide paranoia regarding
Founder infiltration prior to the Dominion War and the Klingon withdrawal from the Khitomer
Accords in 2372. Former Grazer councillor. Lost reelection bid after Starfleet tricked him
into declaring martial law in 2372. ("Homefront," "Paradise Lost,” "Extreme Measures"
[DS9]: Star Trek: A Time for War, a Time for Peace by Keith R.A. DeCandido.)

Min Zife. Bolian male. President during the Dominion War and its aftermath, after being
elected in 2372. Moved presidential office back to the larger space, returning the



Ra-ghoratreii Room to its original purpose as a meeting room. Resigned three years into
his second term in 2379 to avoid public disclosure of Tezwa scandal. (Star Trek: A Time to
Kill by David Mack, Star Trek: A Time to Heal by David Mack, Star Trek: A Time for War, a
Time for Peace by Keith R.A. DeCandido, Trill: Unjoined by Michael A. Martin & Andy
Mangels.)

Nanietta Bacco. Human female. Elected in second special election, held after Zife's
resignation. Former governor of Cestus lll. (Star Trek: A Time for War, a Time for Peace by
Keith R.A. DeCandido.)
