Revisiting my request of 2342 that a research team be assembled with the long-term goal of evaluating
the potential benefits and philosophical challenges of Reunification with the Sundered, I wish to observe
that a study of Romulan linguistics (refer to attached files) does, indeed, point to a closer link between the
Sundered and those of Vulcan than the Department of Xenolinguistics initially believed. In substantiation
of this hypothesis, I refer you to the work of such linguists as TKarra and Verrin, who have proven, as is
evident in their monograph (also attached), that spoken Romulan is definitely related to the form of Old

High Vulcan spoken a thousand years ago.

I also need not remind you that a thousand years, even two thousand years, is not long enough, under
natural standards, for any

major genetic changes to have occurred in the Vulcanoid soma type even allowing for Romulus' slightly
cooler, slightly more temperate climate.

Surely this link that clearly remains between Vulcan and the Romulans merits further study.
