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Western Civilization seems to be dying: the older generation is being prevented from transmitting it to the younger generation, who have been sold slogans "Living for the Present", "The Now Generation" etc to justify the abandonment of future-orientation and the junking of past culture. We're going through something like Mao's Cultural Revolution, with its attack on the "Four Olds". But was there ever such a thing as "Western Civilization"? Was it something Europe invented to justify White Dominance? 

1. Is Western Civilization Dying?

The British Empire, and its American successor, identify their cause with Athens, depicting opponents (Germany under the Kaiser, the Soviet Union, etc.) as modern day Persian Empires, against which tiny Athens must struggle as the Underdog championing Freedom. This, even though Britain & America are the modern-day dominant empires of the world, as Persia was then

Yet, decision-making in Athens was by Direct Democracy, not the Representative Democracy we have now, in which we choose between teams selected by the oligarchy. My own position is a compromise between Athens and Persia: a strong state with policy decided by computerised universal referenda.

The Christian West has inherited two incompatible psychological theories, and fused them, papering over the differences. One was the Platonic (originally from India, as Schopenhauer argues), with its view that the person is made up of body and spirit; the other was the Jewish, with its view that the person is made up of body and blood (that is why the Catholic Mass celebrates Holy Communion as body and blood). 

One sees the "life-giving" component as spirit, the other as blood. The former envisages that the spirit can exist separately from the body, whereas the latter denies this, being strictly "material" (as blood is material). The former envisages an immaterial "heaven" as our true home, the latter insists on an earthly paradise. The former is amenable to reincarnation, the latter to resurrection. 

Historically, the former was first found in Europe about 500BC, articulated by the Pythagoreans and Plato, while the latter was a feature of Jewish thought, a concept the Jews may have inherited from the Zoroastrians (who called it Renovation), and possibly from the religion of Osiris. 

5. Western Civilization as a Contest Between Apollonian and Dionysian Cultures 

Nietzsche was fascinated by the struggle between the Apollonian and Dionysian cultures.

6. Ways of Knowing, and Concepts of Divinity and Salvation

The dialectical method of the Three Ways, first articulated by Thomas Aquinas, in his Three Ways of Knowing God (affirmation, negation, analogy), was later applied by Hegel and Marx to historical processes (thesis, antithesis, synthesis). Marx renamed analogy "negation of the negation". 

Freud also had his trinity, the threefold composition of the soul (id, ego, and super-ego), the ego being the battleground for the contest between the other two parts. 

Aquinas' formulation of the Three Ways of Knowing God establishes a bridge between Western and Eastern concepts of divinity, the former "personal", the latter "impersonal" i.e. brahman, karma or tao, because even in the "personal" case, we cannot understand God's nature. 

I am constantly correcting and extending this site, and actively looking for suggestions and dialectical engagement. There are errors, because there are errors in all human thinking. Yet that is not the end of it: we keep trying to find those errors, and use them as the means of leaping to yet further insights: this is the meaning of "dialectic" in the Hegelian sense. 

The identification of dialectic as a process in nature is both Daoist and Zoroastrian, the Daoist envisaging it as Complementarity, the Zoroastrian as Antagonistic, the basis of fundamentalist ("Dualist", "Manichaean") thought. Heraclitus probably got his idea of the Antagonistic dialectic from the Zoroastrian tradition, Greece being a little blip on the edge of the First Persian Empire, which ruled from India to furthest Egypt. As usual, the dominant economy exported its ideology. 

The Daoist notion of dialectic as a process-in-nature is non-historicist, non-linear: it does not envisage History as Predestined, Progress as a fact, inevitable or even necessarily desirable. 

The Zoroastrian notion of dialectic-in-nature, on the other hand, enviages history as "Salvation History". According to Richard Reitzenstein, in his book Hellenistic Mystery Religions: Their Basic Ideas and Significance, tr. John E. Steely, even before the rise of Mazda as the "Good God" of Zoroastrianism, the Iranians had Zurvan (Time, Chronos) as their old supreme deity, Time - Change, History - being seen as sacred in itself; the Zoroastrianian religion originated the idea of the Christ (Messiah) as well as that of the Anti-Christ. 

This then is the basis of the notion of history as Salvation History, in Zoroastrianism and in the religions which adopted it under its influence: Judaism, Christianity, Islam, Manichaeanism, Marxism, Feminism. Francis Fukuyama's insight is not so much the end of history, as the end of Historicism: the end of the idea of history as Salvation History. 

Reitzenstein identifies myths which show the transfer of the insignia of rule from Zurvan to Mazda, "that is, between the deity introduced by Zarathustra and the old Iranian supreme deity"; he later comments, "I believe ... that Judaism took, along with the idea of the Messiah, the idea also of his adversary directly from Iran" (pp. 269-272). 

Radical Feminism is the latest mutation of Antagonistic-Polarity culture. It isolates men and women from each other, pits children against fathers, orients women towards careers rather than nurture, and contributes to male suicide. 

Radical Feminism has brought to the West the "gender" policies of the early Soviet Union, i.e. in its Trotskyist phase: Sex in the Soviet Union. 

After the ravages of Radical Feminism, we need New Rules of Engagement between the Sexes.
