INTRODUCTION TO CHINESE

General rules for writing Chinese characters

Left to right, top to bottom
As a general rule, pen strokes are written from left to right,
top to bottom.

Examples: /3, =

Horizontal before vertical
When horizontal and vertical strokes cross, horizontal
strokes are usually written before vertical strokes.

Example: +

Character-spanning strokes last
Horizontal and vertical strokes that pass through many other
strokes are written after the strokes through which they pass.

Examples: £} (horizontal), Z& (vertical)

Right-to-left diagonals before left-to-right diagonals
Right-to-left diagonals (J ) are written before left-to-right
diagonals ( ).

Examples: 3, A&

Central strokes before the sides

In vertically symmetrical characters, central strokes are
written before strokes on the left or the right. Strokes on
the left are written before strokes on the right.

Example: 7k, 7K

Outside before inside

Enclosing strokes on the outside are written before the in-
side strokes, with the left-vertical stroke written first. The
bottom enclosing stroke is written at the end, if present.

Examples: H, &, B

Bottom strokes last
Where the character is not enclosed by a box, bottom
strokes are still written last.

Example: {f1
