This Student Book is the first in a series of
three books (Stages 7-9) and is mapped to the
Camibridge Secondary 1 curriculum framework
for English as a Second Language.

Who is the book for?

The book has been written for learners of
English as a second language and covers all five
key skills of the framework: reading, writing,
speaking, listening, and use of English. It is
designed to meet you where you are and help
you improve, with activities that increase
gradually in difficulty. It also aims to prepare
you to take the Cambridge Secondary 1
Checkpoint test at the end of Stage 9, and then
go on to Cambridge IGCSE®.

The book is divided into nine units, which
cover a broad range of fun and interesting
topics to give you a wide vocabulary. Each
unit includes each of the key skills from
the curriculum framework, using the same
structure throughout.

Each unit ends with a Progress check, a quick
test to make sure that you have remembered
what you learned in the unit. This is followed
by a Progress assessment grid and an Action
plan to help you decide where you need to
improve.

Use of English

Countable and uncountable nouns

There are two types of noun: countable nouns and uncountable nouns.

Countable nouns name things we can count, such as ‘fact; ‘planet’ and ‘car’. To describe how
many there are, we can use numbers.

Example: | have read ten facts about space.

Uncountable nouns name things we cannot count, such as ‘information’ and ‘sand’ We cannot
use numbers with uncountable nouns (we cannot say ‘two sands’).

Example: Comets contain sand.

We do not always use numbers with countable nouns. When there is just one, we can use the
words ‘a’or‘an’ When there is more than one, we can use the word ‘some’,

Examples: The sun is a star.
Vesta is an asteroid.

With uncountable nouns, we cannot use the words ‘a’ or ‘an’ (we cannot say ‘an information’) but
we can use the word ‘some’

Use of English

How many and how much?

With countable nouns, we can use numbers to say exactly how many there are of something.
We can also use words such as ‘both (of); ‘all (of)" and ‘half (of). When we are being less exact, we
can use the words ‘many; ‘few’and ‘several’ and phrases such as‘a small number of’,

Examples:
many years several planets both the scientists
a few mountains a small number of comets half of the water

With uncountable nouns, we can use ‘a little, ‘a lot’ and ‘much’to describe how much there is of
something. We can also use phrases such as ‘a large amount of’ and ‘plenty of” or ‘a bottle of".

Use of English

Adjectives
Adjectives are used to describe or give more information about nouns. We use them to add
detail and interest to what we are writing or talking about.

Example: Singapore has a famous zoo.

Some adjectives are made from more than one word. We call these compound adjectives. When
a compound adjective comes before the noun, we usually use a hyphen (-) between the words.

Example: Singapore has a world-famous zoo.

Many adjectives end in —ed or —ing. We often use adjectives that end in —ed to describe feelings.
Example: We were excited.

We often use adjectives ending in —ing to describe things that cause the feelings.
Example: We had an exciting day.

Many compound adjectives include words ending in —ing or —ed.

Example: The well-behaved monkeys were waiting to be fed.

Comparative adjectives

To compare one person, animal or object with another, we use comparative adjectives. When
we are comparing two things in a sentence, we often use the word ‘than’.

Example: A giraffe is taller than a llama.

When an adjective has one syllable, we usually make a comparative by adding —er. When an
adjective has two syllables or more, we usually use ‘more’. When a two-syllable adjective ends in
'y, change the'y’'to‘i'and then add '-er".

Examples: old — older interesting —» more interesting happy — happier

Pronouns

A pronoun is a word that takes the place of a noun in a sentence.
Example: Adrian and Philippe wanted to play football so they went to the park after school.

In the sentence above, the pronoun they takes the place of the nouns ‘Adrian’ and ‘Philippe’ We
use pronouns to avoid repeating nouns. This helps to make our writing more fluent.

Personal pronouns, such as |, you, she, it and they, usually refer to particular people or things.
If we want to refer to someone or something less specifically, we can use an indefinite pronoun.
Indefinite pronouns do not refer to a particular person or thing.

To refer to people, we can use indefinite pronouns ending in -body or -one. To refer to things,
we can use indefinite pronouns ending in -thing.
Examples: everybody, everyone, everything
somebody, someone, something
anybody, anyone, anything
nobody, no one, nothing

We use the present perfect to refer to things that have happened in the past. We form the
present perfect from the present tense of the verb have and the past participle of a verb.
Example: finish — has/have finished

We often use the word just with the present perfect when something happened a short
time ago.

Example: | have just finished my book.

We use the word already to say something has happened early or sooner than we were
expecting.

Example: | thought they would be here, but they have already left.
We use yet to talk about something that hasn't happened until now or something we are
expecting to happen.

Example: The bus hasn't arrived yet.

He has written an email to
his friend Zak, who lives in Hong Kong, asking for information
for his project.

Hi Anders

Thanks for your email. I was glad to hear you’re better now. Don’t go climbing any more
trees, will you?

Your school project sounds interesting. Yes, you're right — there are lots of ways to travel
around Hong Kong. Its hard to park in the city, so many people use public transport to get
to work rather than a car. We usually only use our car at weekends to get to places like Ocean
Park (a fantastic theme park). You’d love it. We should go when you visit!

I don’t have much experience of the buses, but I know there are buses that go into the city from
every village and every part of Hong Kong. The buses are very cheap, but they can be slow and
sometimes delayed. I wouldn’t want to use the bus if [ had to arrive on time for something.

The MTR is the fastest and most reliable way to travel around Hong Kong. M'TR stands for
‘Mass Transit Railway’ and lots of people use it. I read that over 5 million trips are made on it
every weekday! The MTR links Hong Kong Island to Kowloon, which is part of Hong Kong
on the north side of Victoria Harbour. The trains are really fast and almost always on time.
Most commuters who use it buy an Octopus card, so they don’t have to buy a ticket every day.

Lots of people also use the Star Ferry to cross Victoria Harbour. The ferries leave every five

to ten minutes and they’re quite cheap. You get great views of the island and harbours from
the ferry. And if you live close enough to where you work you can cycle or walk.

Example: Ibrahim switches on his computer.

We make the present continuous form of a verb by using a present form of the verb ‘be’ (am/is/
are) and a present participle (the verb form ending in -ing).
We use the present continuous to talk about actions that are happening now.
Example: | am writing an email.

We also use the present continuous to talk about things that are continuing over a period of
time, including the present.

Example: | am learning English.
The present continuous can also be used for things that are planned for the future.
Example: Alisha is flying to Madrid next week.

To make a present continuous form in the passive voice, we use: am/is/are + being + past
participle.

We make the past continuous form of a verb by using the past form of ‘be’ (was/were) with the

present participle (the —ing form) of the verb.

Example: He was writing a letter.

We often use the past continuous for something that was happening at or around a particular

time in the past.

Example: At 8 o'clock this morning | was walking to school.

We also use the past continuous for actions that continued for some time and were interrupted

by another action.

Example: | was watching television when Alex arrived.

In the above example, notice how the past simple is used for‘arrived:

When a verb has an object, we usually put the adverb after the object.
Example: He opened the door slowly.

Adverbs that tell us when something happens often come at the end of a sentence.

Adverbs that tell us how often something happens usually come before the verb. When the
verb is‘to be) the adverb usually comes after the verb.

Compound nouns are made when two or more words are combined to make a new word.

School of the Air: the world’s largest classroom!

Australia is a huge country, with many isolated areas, a long way from towns and cities. Some
children live hundreds of kilometres away from their nearest neighbours, and even further
away from the nearest school. How do these children learn and get an education? For many
children, the answer is ‘School of the Air’.

School of the Air is a form of remote schooling that has been operating in Australia since
1951. By 2005, School of the Air had more than 16 schools around Australia, covering a huge

area of over 1.5 million square kilometres.

How does it work?

Students using School of the Air have their lessons at home. Until 2009, teachers and students
communicated using special two-way radios. Nowadays, School of the Air lessons are given
using Internet and satellite technology.

School of the Air teaches the same subjects as other schools in Australia. Most students spend
about one hour a day receiving lessons from a teacher. Then they work on projects and
assignments which the teacher has set.

The teachers try to visit each student at least once a year. Each school also organises camps and
other events, when students can spend time with their classmates.

New technology

New technology has brought many changes to School of the Air. Teachers often give their
lessons in front of a video camera so the students can see and hear them. The students can also
speak to the teacher, and take part in group discussions with other students, who may be over
1,500 kilometres away.

Many studies around the world have shown that students who eat breakfast are able to
concentrate better than those who don’t. But can eating breakfast help you do better in tests
and does it matter what you eat?

- "To find the answers to these questions, scientists have carried out a new study. In 2015, 5,000

students aged nine to eleven at over 100 schools took part in the study. The scientists looked
at what the students ate for breakfast and the scores they achieved in school tests.

Hannah Littlecott, who led the study, said that the results gave the “strongest evidence yet of
links between what pupils eat and how well they do at school.”

The results of the study suggested that students who ate a healthy breakfast every day were

almost twice as likely to achieve an above-average score in school tests than those who
didn’t.
In the study, a healthy breakfast was made up of fruit, dairy, bread and/or cereals such as

~ oatmeal. Unhealthy breakfasts, made up of crisps or high-sugar items, were not linked to

higher grades.

So choosing the right foods for breakfast may really help our brains!

Pifiatas are brightly
coloured containers made from clay or papier
maché. They are filled with sweets and other
small treats and hung from the ceiling or the
branch of a tree. Party goers hit the pifiata with

a stick to break it open and enjoy what is inside.

Vietnam

Traditionally, birthdays are not usually
celebrated in Vietnam. Everyone becomes a
year older on the first day of the New Year in
Vietnam, or ‘tet’. So birthday celebrations for
everyone are part of the new year festivities.

A conditional sentence is one in which one event depends on another. We use conditional
sentences to talk about things that might happen or could happen. Conditional sentences often
include the word ‘if’.

Examples: If you put on your coat, you can come with me.
If you put your coat on, you will be warm.

Notice how we use a comma between the conditional clause (the clause beginning with ‘if") and
the main clause. In negative sentences, we can use'if ... not’or‘unless.

Examples: If you do not put on your coat, you can’t come with me.
Unless you put on your coat, you can't come with me.

When we want to talk about imaginary, unlikely or impossible situations in the present, we use:
If + past simple + would/could + infinitive

Examples: If | had lot of money, | would visit Japan.
If | knew your number, | would phone you.

Reported speech

When we want to tell someone what another person said, we often use reported speech.
Compare the following sentences:

“l am baking some cookies,” said Mara. (direct speech)

Mara said she was baking some cookies. (reported speech)

Mara told me that she was baking some cookies. (reported speech)

In reported speech, we do not use speech marks and we sometimes use the word ‘that’ before
the reported words.
We often change the tense of the verb in reported speech. In the examples above,“l am
baking” changes to the past continuous,‘she was baking. The present simple often changes to
the past simple.
Example:“The oven is too hot, said Mara. — Mara said the oven was too hot.
The past simple often stays the same, but sometimes we change it to the past perfect.

When someone tells us to do something in direct speech, they give us an order or command.
In reported commands, we use ‘told’ with the ‘to’ infinitive form of the verb.

Example: “Heat the oven up first,” he said. — He told me to heat the oven up first.
When someone asks us to do something, they make a request. In reported speech, we use
‘asked’+ somebody + the ‘to’ infinitive.

Example: “Will you buy some more flour?” she asked me.— She asked me to buy some

more flour.

In reported questions, we can use if' or ‘whether.When there is a question word, such as ‘what’
or’how’in the question, we use the question word in the reported question.

The meaning of what we are saying is implied. When someone is speaking, the tone of their
voice or the words they choose can give us clues about what they mean, as well as about their
attitudes and opinions. For example, if we don’t agree with someone, we may not say so. The
tone of our voice may change and we may use phrases such as “T'hat’s not a bad idea, but ...’
or ‘Possibly, but ...".

Relative clauses
make it clear which person or thing we mean. When we are talking about people, we use ‘who’
or’that’ after the noun.

Present forms for the future

To talk about fixed arrangements and things that are planned for a particular time in the future,
we often use the present simple.

Examples: My bus leaves in five minutes.
The film starts at at 5 o'clock.
The school term ends on Tuesday.

To talk about our plans and things we have arranged to do in the future, we can also use the
present continuous. Remember, the present continuous is formed with a present form of the
verb‘be’ (am/is/are) and a present participle (ending in —ing).

These were the first words ever spoken on the
telephone. They were spoken by the famous scientist and inventor Alexander Graham Bell. He
made the call from his laboratory in Boston, USA, to his assistant, who was in the next room.

Bell’s wife lost her ability to hear when she was a child, and Bell was very interested in hearing
and how sounds are communicated. He wondered if the sound of the human voice could be
sent, or transmitted, down a wire. He decided to try. Bell’s diary entry tells us what happened.

March 10 1876

... I then shouted into the mouthpiece the following sentence: “Mr Watson, come
here — I want to see you.” To my delight he came and declared that he had heard and
understood what I said.

I asked him to repeat the words. He answered, “You said, “Mr Watson, come here — I
want to see you.” We then changed places and I listened at the speaker while Mr
Watson read a few passages from a book into the mouthpiece ... The effect was loud but
indistinct and muffled.

The words were indistinct and muffled but history had been made. Bell was one of a number
of scientists and inventors who contributed to the development of the telephone. By 1886,
over 150,000 people owned telephones and that number just kept on growing.

A phrasal verb is made up of two parts: a main verb and a word such as ‘in; ‘out; ‘up, ‘down;,
‘off, ‘away’ When they are used as part of a phrasal verb, these words are called particles.

Examples: The boy ran away.
| watched the plane take off.

Sometimes, a phrasal verb has an object. Sometimes, the object comes after the phrasal verb.
Sometimes it comes between the two parts of the verb.

Examples: | put on my coat.
| put my coat on.

If the object is a pronoun, the pronoun must come between the two parts of the verb.
Example: | put it on. (not’l put on it’).
Sometimes a phrasal verb is followed by a preposition.

Prepositional verbs

Prepositional verbs are formed with a verb and a preposition (such as 'to; ‘about’, ‘with; ‘in;
‘on; etc).

Example: verb listen + preposition to = listen to

Unlike phrasal verbs, prepositional verbs always have an object. The object always comes
straight after the preposition. A prepositional verb cannot be separated. This means we cannot
put the object between the verb and the preposition.
The object of a prepositional verb can be a noun, a noun phrase, a pronoun or the —ing form of
averb.

adjective a word that gives more information about a
noun or adds to its meaning. Adjectives are often used
in front of a noun. Example: They live in a big house.
Adjectives can also be used after verbs such as ‘be’, ‘feel’
and ‘look’. Examples: He is hungry; She feels happy; You
look tired.

adverb a word that is used to give more information
about a verb, adjective or another adverb. Examples:
She speaks English well; He is very tall; He spoke
really loudly.

auxiliary a verb such as ‘be’, ‘have’ or ‘do’ that is
used with a main verb to form tenses, passive forms
and questions. Examples: She is eating her lunch;
She has eaten her lunch;

Her lunch was eaten. Did she eat her lunch? See also

modal verb.

clause a group of words that contains a verb and
usually some other words, too. Clauses form part of
a sentence or may be complete sentences on their
own. Example: I went to school. See #lso main clause,

subordinate clause, conditional clause, relative clause.

command an order to do something. We often use

imperative verbs in commands. Example: Stop talking.

See also imperative.

comparative the form of an adjective or adverb that
is used when comparing things. Examples: You are

taller than me; Mara works harder than Jamal.

compound adjective an adjective made up of two or
more words. Examples: She is a prize-winning writer;
He bought a second-hand car.

compound noun a noun made up of two or more
words. Examples: website, swimming pool.

concrete noun a noun that refers to something that

can be seen, heard, touched, etc. Examples: school,

conditional clause a clause that describes something
that must happen in order for something else to
happen.

continuous form a verb form used to describe an
action that continues over a period of time. We make
continuous forms using a form of the verb ‘be’ with
the present participle of the main verb. To change
the tense, we change the form of ‘be’. Examples: I am
eating my lunch; He was reading his book.

contraction a shortened form of a word or group of
words. An apostrophe is used to show where letters
have been missed out. Examples: I'm (I am); you're
(you are).

countable noun a noun that refers to something that
can be counted. Countable nouns have singular and
plural forms. Examples: planet/planets; book/books.

See also uncountable noun.

determiner a word that introduces a noun and forms
part of a noun phrase. Examples: a/an, the, this, some,

many, this, that, these, much, your.

direct speech the words spoken by someone and
quoted in writing. To indicate direct speech, we use
inverted commas, or speech marks. Example: She said,

“Iwill see you tomorrow.” See also reported speech.

future a verb form used to refer to something that
has not yet happened. To talk about something that
has been arranged in the future, we often use the
present simple or present continuous. Examples: My
piano lesson is at 4 o’clock. I am having a piano lesson

gerund a present participle of a verb when it is used

as a noun. Example: I like reading.

imperative a verb form that expresses a command or
instruction. Examples: Be quiet; Close the door; Stir
the mixture carefully.

infinitive the basic form of a verb. Examples: read, be.
The infinitive with ‘to’ is ‘to’ + base form: ‘to read’, ‘to

modal verb an auxiliary verb that we can use with
another verb to express ideas such as ability, advice,
possibility, permission, etc. The main modal verbs are:
can, could, may might, must, ought (to), shall, should,
will and would. Examples: He can play the piano very
well; You should wear a coat; He might visit you next

week. You can borrow my phone.

noun a word that refers to a person, animal, thing or
idea. See also abstract noun, compound noun, concrete
noun, countable noun, noun phrase, uncountable
noun.

noun phrase a phrase that contains a noun. Noun
phrases can contain determiners such as ‘a/an’ or ‘the’
and other words that give more information about the

noun. Example: Have you seen the blue shirt that I was
wearing yesterday?

object a noun or pronoun that is the person or thing
that is affected by a verb. Example: He kicked the ball
into the goal. See also subject.

participle See —ing form, past participle.

passive verbs are passive when the subject of the verb
has the action done to it. Example: The windows were

cleaned last week. See also active.

past continuous See continuous form.

past participle a form of a verb that we use to make
some past forms and passives. Regular verbs have past
participles that end in —ed. Examples: He has de/ivered
all the leaflets; The windows were cleaned yesterday.
Irregular verbs have different forms. Example: I have
sent my friend a postcard. Past participles are also used
to form adjectives. Example: They have mended the
broken window.

past perfect (simple) a verb form that we make with
‘had’ and the past participle. We use the past perfect
to talk about an event that happened before another
event in the past. Example: The film bad already
started when we got to the cinema. We also use the
past perfect in reported statements. Example: She said
she had just arrived.

past simple a verb form that we make by adding —ed
to regular verbs. Irregular verbs have different forms.
We use the past simple to talk about actions or events
that happened in the past. Example: I called him
yesterday.

past tense See continuous form, past perfect, past

simple, tense.

phrasal verb a verb made up of a verb and a particle
such as ‘to’, ‘in’ ‘up’, ‘off’, ‘down’, etc.

A phrasal verb has a different meaning from the verb
alone. With phrasal verbs, we can separate the verb
and the particle. Examples: My car broke down; He put

his coat on.

phrase a group of words that forms a unit within a

clause. Examples: Have you seen mzy blue coat; I put the
book on the table.

plural the form of a word that we use to refer to more
than one person or thing. Examples: books; they.
preposition a word such as ‘at’, ‘into’, ‘on’ or ‘for’
that we use before a noun or pronoun to show place,
direction, time, method, etc. Examples: The book is on
the desk; He walked across the street; I will see you az
6 o’clock;

I went to Japan by plane.

prepositional verb a verb that is made up of a verb
and a preposition. Prepositional verbs always have
objects and we cannot separate the verb and the
preposition. Example: She Zistened to what her friend
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was saying. He cannot do without your help.
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present continuous See continuous form.
present participle See —ing form.

present perfect (simple) the verb form that we make
with a form of ‘have’ and the past participle of the
main verb. The present perfect has many uses. For
example, it is used to talk about something that started
in the past and continues in the present. Example: She

has lived in Paris for over ten years.

present simple the form of a verb that we use to talk
about things that are true in the present and actions
that happen regularly in the present. We make the
present simple with the base form of the verb. With
‘he’, ‘she’ and ‘it’ we add —s to the base form of regular
verbs and many irregular verbs. Examples: He /ives in
Hong Kong; I often walk to school. We also use the
present simple to talk about something that is fixed in
the future. Example: My lesson starts at 6 o’clock.

present tense See present simple, present perfect,
continuous form, tense.

pronoun a word that is used in place of a noun.
Subject pronouns usually come before a verb.
Examples: I, you, he, she, it, we, they. Object pronouns
come after the verb. Examples: me, you, him, her, it,
us, them. Relative pronouns connect relative clauses
to main clauses in a sentence. Examples: who, which,
that. Possessive pronouns show who something

belongs to. Examples: mine, yours, his, hers, ours,

theirs.

quantifier a word that expresses the quantity, number
or amount of something. Examples: all, both, many,
several, lots of, little.

regular a word such as a noun or verb that follows
normal rules. For example, regular nouns have plurals
with —s, and regular verbs have past participles ending
in —ed.

relative clause a clause that gives information about
someone or something in the main clause. A relative
clause is connected to a main clause by a relative
pronoun such as ‘that’, ‘which’, ‘who’ or ‘where’.

Example: I read the book that my friend lent me.

reported speech the words someone uses to report
what someone has said. Example: She said that she

enjoyed the match. See also direct speech.
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sentence a group of words that expresses a complete
thought and makes complete sense. Sentences contain
a main verb, begin with a capital letter and end with

a full stop, exclamation mark or question mark.
Examples: Paulo is playing football; That is great!
Why did you do that?

perfect See present perfect and past perfect.

singular the form of a word that we use to refer to
one person or thing. Examples:

book; she.

statement a sentence that is not a question or a
command. Example: The match has just started.

subject the person or thing that performs the action
of averb in a sentence. Example: He kicked the ball
into the goal. See also object.

syllable a word or part of a word that contains one
vowel sound and usually one or more consonants
before or after the vowel sound. Example: meet (one
syllable); meeting (two syllables ‘meet’ and ‘ing’).

tense the form that a verb takes to show when
something happened or when someone did
something. In English, there are two main tenses:
present and past. There are four forms of the present
tense: the present simple, present continuous, present
perfect and present perfect continuous. There are four
forms of the past tense: past simple, past continuous,

past perfect and past perfect continuous.

uncountable noun a noun that refers to something
that we cannot count. Uncountable nouns do not have
a plural form. Examples: water, information. See also

countable noun.
