Who is the book for?

The book has been written for learners of
English as a second language and covers all five
key skills of the framework: reading, writing,
speaking, listening, and use of English. It is
designed to meet you where you are and help
you improve, with activities that increase
gradually in difficulty. It also aims to prepare
you to take the Cambridge Secondary 1
Checkpoint test at the end of Stage 9, and then
go on to Cambridge IGCSE®.

The book is divided into nine units, which
cover a broad range of fun and interesting
topics to give you a wide vocabulary. Each
unit includes each of the key skills from
the curriculum framework, using the same
structure throughout.

This covers many different types of writing,
such as stories, letters, reports and blogs.

Each unit ends with a Progress check, a quick
test to make sure that you have remembered
what you learned in the unit. This is followed by
a Progress assessment grid and an Action plan

to help you decide where you need to improve.

Read these descriptions of four natural landscapes.

Great Barrier Reef, Australia

The Great Barrier Reef is off the east coast of
Australia. It is a stretch of coral covering over
344,000 square kilometres (about the same size as
Japan or Germany). The area gives visitors the chance
to swim or scuba dive and see the coral as well as

colourful fish.

Victoria Falls, Zambia-Zimbabwe border

Victoria Falls, a waterfall on the Zambezi River, is
1,600 metres wide and 108 metres high. This makes
the water low over the top a spectacular sight. The
noise and the spray created by the force of the water

are incredible, so it is no surprise that the waterfall is
also known as “The Smoke that Thunders’.

Atacama Desert, Chile

The Atacama Desert in Chile is the driest hot desert
in the world, There is often less than 1 millimetre of
rain per year; some places in the desert have never
recorded any rain. Parts of the desert have been
compared to the surface of Mars, so maybe living
there would be a bit like living on Mars!

Lake Baikal, Siberia

At 1,632 metres deep, Lake Baikal is the world’s
deepest lake and it contains 20% of the world’s
unfrozen water. It is also the world’s oldest freshwater
lake, between 20 and 25 million years old. Many of
the plants and animals that live there — such as the
freshwater seal — are only found in this lake.

Use of English

Abstract nouns and compound nouns

Abstract nouns name ideas, qualities, feelings and concepts.
Examples: belief, thought, beauty

Many abstract nouns are formed by adding suffixes to verbs or adjectives. We often add -ment,
—ion, —tion, —ation and -sion to verbs. The suffixes —ness, —ity, —ance and —ence are often added
to adjectives. Sometimes the spelling of the original word changes when we add the suffix.

Examples: appoint — appointment  discuss —» discussion examine — examination
kind — kindness active —» activity different —» difference

Compound nouns are made up of two or more words. Compound nouns may be made from
different parts of speech. Some common examples are:

Use of English

Countable and uncountable nouns
Countable nouns refer to things that we can count. Most countable nouns can be singular
or plural.
Examples: a lake, two waterfalls
Uncountable nouns refer to things we cannot count. For example:
e substances and materials such as ‘bread,‘water; ‘cotton’and‘air’
e abstract ideas and concepts such as'knowledge’ and ‘advice’
e weather words such as ‘thunder; ‘rain’ and ‘snow’
e activities such as ‘tennis,‘'swimming’and ‘sleep..
Most uncountable nouns do not have a plural form. We cannot say ‘advices.
Some nouns can be countable and uncountable, depending on how they are used.

I am in the town of Rotorua, which is part of the
‘Taupo Volcanic Zone in the centre of the North Island
in New Zealand. I have been here for three days and I
have to write down how I feel about it because it isn’t
like any place I've ever been to before.

There are many geothermal features here — why
didn’t I listen a bit more carefully to Miss Swann in all
of those geography lessons? What I have learned is that
the land is volcanic and there are lakes, geysers that
send hot water into the air, mud pools and colourful
terraces. All together they make an amazing sight.
Visitors have been coming here for over 200 years. My favourite geyser is the Pohutu
geyser, which erupts up to 20 times a day and has always been popular with tourists. It’s
actually really noisy with the sound of the mud pools and the geysers — people are always
surprised when the hot water comes up. The strangest thing about Rotorua though is the
smell.

Julie, you need to try this’ said the little voice in my head which always starts whispering
at me to do ill-advised things.

There I was: a woman
in her mid-thirties, with a successful career, ... all my teeth, and few noticeable scars,
perfectly happy with life. Beneath all my excuses for not trying Parkour I was terrified. I
was scared in the usual sense of not wanting to fall and hurt myself ...

The discipline was born in France but, like other pioneering French activities before
it such as scuba diving and high-wire walking, it became popular internationally ...

Paper weaving can be great for relaxation and a
fantastic way to be creative.

Step 1: Preparation

weaving. When you reach the corners, do an extra turn.

Step 3: How to make long tubes

As you reach the end of a tube, take a new tube and put

the narrower end into the end of the tube you are using.
As you weave each row, it’s easy to make the paper tubes

longer as you work.

Continue to add rows until you reach the height of basket you want.
To finish, bend the tubes over and push them down through

the weave on the inside. Then paint your basket. This provides

Chinwe Roy was born in Nigeria and moved to the UK in 1975.
She always wanted to be an artist — even from childhood - and
achieved her dream. Read the following extract from the first
chapter of Verna Wilkins’ biography of Chinwe Roy, Artist.

Dreams

Even as a five year old girl in Primary School, Chinwe didn’t like Maths. She wanted to
draw and paint pictures...

“Work harder or else!” warned her class teacher. So, in Maths lessons, Chinwe put her
head down and worked furiously, glancing up at the teacher every minute or two.

Then, one day, his eyes narrowed and he bellowed, “Come here Chinwe. Immediately.
Bring your work with you.” Chinwe froze.

The teacher strode over to her desk. “What’s this?” he shouted, staring at a crazy cartoon
of his own head, huge on a shrunken body ...

For the entire hour of her next Maths lesson, the teacher made her stand on top of her
desk. Her humiliation was complete.

Chinwe lost her heart and worked her way to the bottom of her class...

Many years later, in the year 2000, far beyond her early dreams, and thousands of
kilometres away from her African classroom, Chinwe was chosen to do a portrait of Her
Majesty, Queen Elizabeth II, the most prestigious job in the world of portrait painting.

When we ask a question that can be answered 'yes’or 'no; we use the following word order:

auxiliary/modal verb + subject + main verb.

Examples: Are you meeting your friend later?
Have you read this book?
Can you help me?

When we are asking for more information, we use question words such as‘what, ‘where|
‘when; ‘why; ‘which; ‘whose’,'how’,"how many/much’ We use the word order:

question word + auxiliary/modal verb + subject + main verb.

Examples: What are you thinking?
Where do you live?
Why has he done that?

To ask a negative question, we can add 'not’ (usually shortened to‘-n't’) after the auxiliary/

modal verb.

Reported statements, commands and questions

When we report what someone has said, we use a reporting verb such as ‘say’, ‘tell’ or ‘explain’.
When the reporting verb is in the past, we usually change the tense of the verb used by
the speaker.

Example: “| have planned my route,” Gerd told them. —» Gerd told them that he had
planned his route.

When we are reporting commands, requests or advice we use a verb such as ‘tell; ‘ask’or ‘advise’
with the ‘to’infinitive.

Example: “Go home,’ she told him. —» She told him to go home.

To report a question, we use reporting verbs such as ‘ask; ‘wonder’ and ‘want to know’ We make
the same tense changes as in reported statements.

Indirect and embedded questions
To ask for information or to make a question more polite, we often use introductory phrases
such as ‘Could you tell me ..."and ‘Do you know ...". This makes the question ‘indirect.

In indirect questions, we use the same word order as in reported questions but we do not
change the tense.

We often use the present perfect simple (have/has + past participle) with time words such as

‘often’, ‘ever’, ‘never’, ‘always’ and ‘before’ to talk about experiences in our lives up to now.

We use the past perfect simple (had + past participle) to talk about a completed event that

happened before another event in the past.

Example: My English lesson had already started when | arrived.

We often use the past perfect in reported speech when the reporting verb is in the past.

Examples: “| have just bought a new laptop,” she said. — She told me that she had just

bought a new laptop.

We use the past perfect continuous (had been + present participle) to talk about an event in
the past that began before a certain time and was continuing up to that time.

Paper, pens and pencils

As you read this page, you probably have in front of you some paper, a pen and at least one
pencil. Have you ever wondered how they were first made and where they come from?

Paper

The word ‘paper’ comes from the name ‘papyrus’, a reed-like plant. The ancient Egyptians
took the soft centre of this plant and added water to make a wet mixture or pulp, which was
then pressed together and hung up to dry. The resulting sheet was strong yet flexible and was
used as writing material in Greek and Roman times. However, it was the Chinese who invented
what we now know as paper. The method, in use over 2,000 years ago, also involved pressing
and drying wet material to form sheets. A variety of ingredients were used and these included
the bark of certain trees. It was not until the 19th century that paper became cheap to make
and easily available.

Pens

The earliest pens were hollow reeds that were dipped into dye, or ink, to produce a rough form
of writing. By the 6th century Bck, feathers had replaced the reeds and feathers continued to be
used until the development of the metal nib. The ballpoint pen was developed in the second
half of the 20th century by the Hungarian Biro brothers. Their name gave us the term ‘biro’
that we use today.

‘Pigeon post’ is using pigeons to send
messages. These birds, which are usually
known as homing or carrier pigeons, are
used because they can find their way home
over long distances.

Relative pronouns and relative clauses

We use relative clauses to give more information about a person or thing in a sentence. Relative
clauses usually begin with a relative pronoun, such as ‘who’,‘whose’ ‘whom; ‘which’or ‘that"”

Examples: The pigeon that flies fastest wins the race.
Pigeons, which are closely related to doves, often used to carry messages.
The owner whose pigeon wins the race is given a prize.
When a relative pronoun is the object of the clause, we often leave it out.
Example: Where is the book (that) I lent you?

When a verb in a relative clause needs a preposition, we usually put the preposition at the end of
the relative clause and we often leave out the relative pronoun. In formal writing, we sometimes
put the preposition before the relative pronoun.

Examples: The news (which) he was waiting for has finally arrived.

Phrasal verbs are made up of a main verb and a particle, such as ‘in ‘out; ‘over, ‘up, ‘away’ or ‘off".

Many phrasal verbs can be used without an object.

Examples: He has just woken up. We have decided to eat out.

When a phrasal verb has an object, the particle can usually come before or after the object.

Examples: | wrote down your number. (subject + verb + particle + object)

| wrote your number down. (subject + verb + object + particle)

If the object is a pronoun, the pronoun must come before the particle.

Example: | wrote it down. (not 'l wrote down it’)

Prepositional verbs are formed with a verb and a preposition such as‘to; ‘on’, ‘'of, ‘with’ or
‘for’ Unlike phrasal verbs, prepositional verbs always have an object, which comes after the
preposition. The object can be a noun, a noun phrase, a pronoun or the —ing form of a verb.

active verbs are active when the subject of the sentence
(the agent) does the action. (Example: He cleaned the
windows this morning.) See also passive.

adjective a word that gives more information about a
noun or adds to its meaning. Adjectives are often used
in front of a noun. (Example: They live in a big house.)
Adjectives can also be used after verbs such as ‘be’, ‘feel’

and ‘look’. (Examples: He is bungry. She feels happy.)

adverb a word that is used to give more information
about a verb, adjective or another adverb. (Examples:
She speaks English we/l. He is very tall. He spoke really
loudly.)

auxiliary verb a verb (‘be’, ‘have’ or ‘do’) that is used with
amain verb to form tenses, passive forms and questions.
(Examples: She is eating her lunch. She has eaten her
lunch. Her lunch was eaten. Did she eat her lunch?)

See also modal verb.

causative form a form such as ‘have/get something
done’ used when we want to talk about something that
someone else does for us or another person. (Example:
I get sy hair cut every three months.)

clause a group of words that contains a verb and usually
some other words, too. Clauses form part of a sentence
or may be complete sentences on their own. (Example:

I went to school.) See also main clause, conditional clause,
relative clause.

command an order to do something. (Example: Stop
talking.) See also imperative.

comparative the form of an adjective or adverb that is
used when comparing things. (Examples: You are taller
than me. Mara works harder than Jamal.)

compound adjective an adjective made up of two or
more words. (Examples: She is a prize-winning writer.
He bought a second-hand car.)

compound noun a noun made up of two or more words
(examples: haircut, swimming pool).

concrete noun a noun that refers to something that can
be seen or touched (examples: school, house, apple).
See also abstract noun.

conditional clause a clause that describes something
that must happen in order for something else to happen.
Conditional clauses usually begin with ‘if’ or ‘unless’.
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(Examples: If I see ber, 1 will tell her what you said. Unless
it stops maining, we will not go for a walk.)

conjunction a word that is used to link words or parts
of a sentence, such as ‘and’, ‘but’, ‘since’ and ‘as’.

continuous form a verb form used to describe an
action that continues over a period of time. We make
continuous forms using a form of the verb ‘be” with the
present participle of the main verb. To change the tense,
we change the form of ‘be’. (Examples: I #m eating my
lunch. He was reading his book. She has been doing her

homework. They will be arriving soon.)

contraction a shortened form of a word or group of
words. An apostrophe is used to show where letters have
been missed out (examples: I'm [I am], you're [you are]).

countable noun a noun that refers to something that
can be counted. Countable nouns have singular and
plural forms (examples: planet/planets, book/books).

determiner a word that is used before a noun and
forms part of a noun phrase (examples: a/an, the, this,
some, many, this, that, these, much, your).

direct speech the words spoken by someone and quoted
in writing. To indicate direct speech, we use inverted
commas, or speech marks. (Example: She said, “I will see
you tomorrow.”) See also reported speech.

embedded question a question that is included in a
statement. (Example: I don’t know what time it is.)

future a verb form used to refer to something that has
not yet happened. To talk about something that has been
arranged in the future, we often use the present simple
or present continuous. (Examples: My piano lesson is at
4 o’clock. I az baving a piano lesson tomorrow.) Other
future forms include ‘will’ and ‘be going to’ and the
future continuous.

future continuous See continuous form.

gerund a present participle of a verb (—ing form) when
itis used as a noun. (Example: I like reading.)
imperative a verb form that expresses a command or
instruction. (Examples: Be quiet. Close the door.)

indirect question a question that is included in another
question. (Example: Could you tell me what time it is?)

infinitive the basic form of a verb (examples: read, be).
The infinitive with ‘to’ is ‘to’ + base form (examples: to
read, to be).

-ing form the present participle form of a verb ending
in —ing. We use the —ing form in continuous forms.
(Example: I a7 reading a book.) We also use —ing forms
as nouns (gerunds). (Examples: I like reading. Reading

irregular an irregular word does not follow the normal
rules.

main clause a group of words that contains a subject
and a verb and can stand alone as a complete sentence.
Every sentence contains at least one main clause.
(Example: Mara was reading the book that she borrowed
from the library.)

main verb the verb that expresses the main meaning in a
clause (unlike an auxiliary verb). Main verbs can be used
with or without an auxiliary verb. (Examples: 1 read a
good book last week. I am reading a good book.)

modal verb a verb that we can use with another verb

to express ideas such as ability, advice, possibility,
permission, etc. The main modal verbs are: can, could,
may might, must, ought (to), shall, should, will and
would. (Examples: He ezn play the piano very well.

You should wear a coat.)

noun a word that refers to a person, thing or idea. See
also abstract noun, compound noun, concrete noun,
countable noun, noun phrase, uncountable noun.

noun phrase a phrase that contains a noun. Noun
phrases can contain determiners and other words that
give more information about the noun (example: the blue
shirt that I was wearing yesterday).

object a noun or pronoun that is the person or thing
that is affected by a verb. (Example: He kicked the ball
into the goal.) See also subject.

participle See —ing form, past participle.
particle a word, such as an adverb, that is added to

a verb to make a phrasal verb. (Example: The bus
broke down.)

passive verbs are passive when the subject of the verb has
the action done to it. (Example: The windows were deaned
last week.) See also active.

past continuous See continuous form.

past participle a form of a verb that we use to make
some past forms and passives. Regular verbs have past
participles that end in —ed. (Example: He has delivered
all the leaflets.) Irregular verbs have different forms.
(Example: I have sent my friend a postcard.) Past
participles are also used to form adjectives. (Examples:
They have mended the broken window. The shop is
closed.)

past perfect a verb form used to talk about the past.
We use the past perfect simple (had + past participle) to
talk about an event that happened before another event
in the past. (Example: The film had already started when
we arrived.) We use the past perfect continuous (had
been + present participle) to talk about events in the
past that began before another event in the past

and were continuing up to that time. (Example: I had
been learning English for a year when I went to my

new school.)

past simple a verb form that we make by adding —ed to
regular verbs. Irregular verbs have different forms. We
use the past simple to talk about actions or events that
happened in the past. (Example: I w/led him yesterday:.)

past tense See continuous form, past perfect, past
simple, present perfect, tense.

perfect See present perfect and past perfect.
phrasal verb a verb made up of a verb and a particle

such as ‘to’, ‘in” ‘up’, ‘off’, ‘down’, etc. A phrasal verb
often has a different meaning from the verb alone. When
a phrasal verb has an object, it can usually come before
or after the particle. (Examples: My car broke down. He
put his coat on. He put on his coat.)

phrase a group of words that forms a unit within a

clause. (Examples: Have you seen mzy blue coat? 1 put the
book on the table.)

plural the form of a word that we use to refer to more
than one person or thing (examples: books, they).
preposition a word such as ‘at’, ‘into’, ‘on’ or ‘for’

that we use before a noun or pronoun to show place,
direction, time, method, etc. (Examples: The book is o
the desk; He walked across the street. I will see you at

6 o’clock. I went to Japan by plane. )

prepositional phrase a group of words that consists
of a preposition and a noun, noun phrase or pronoun
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and does not contain a verb or a subject (examples: by
tomorrow, in the evening, for you).

prepositional verb a verb that is made up of a verb
and a preposition. Prepositional verbs always have
objects. (Examples: She /istened to what her friend was
saying. He cannot do without your help.)

present continuous See continuous form.

present participle See —ing form.

present perfect a verb form that we use to talk about
past actions that connect to the present. We make the
present perfect simple with a form of ‘have’ and the past
participle of the main verb. (Example: I have already read
this book.) The present perfect continuous is formed
with ‘have/has’ + been + present participle. (Example:

I bave been reading a good book.)

present simple the form ofa verb that we use to talk
about things that are true in the present and actions that
happen regularly in the present. We make the present
simple with the base form of the verb. With ‘he’, ‘she’ and
‘it’ we add —s to the base form of regular verbs and many
irregular verbs. (Examples: He /ives in Hong Kong. I often
walk to school.) We also use the present simple to talk
about something that is fixed in the future. (Example: My
lesson starts at 6 o’clock.)

present tense See present simple, present perfect,
continuous form, tense.

pronoun a word that is used in place of a noun. Subject
pronouns usually come before a verb (examples: I, you,

he, she, it, we, they). Object pronouns come after the

verb (examples: me, you, him, her, it, us, them). Relative
pronouns connect relative clauses to main clauses ina
sentence (examples: who, which, that). Possessive pronouns
show who something belongs to (examples: mine, yours,
his, hers, ours, theirs). Demonstrative pronouns refer to

a particular person or thing (examples: this, that, these,
those). Indefinite pronouns refer to people and things that
are not specific (examples: somebody, everyone, anything).
Reflexive pronouns are used when the subject and object
of the verb are the same person or thing (examples: myself,
yourself, themselves).

quantifier a word that expresses the quantity, number or
amount of something (examples: all, both, many, several,
lots of, little).
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regular a word that follows normal rules. For example,
regular nouns have plurals with —s and regular verbs have
past participles ending in —ed.

relative clause a clause that gives information about
someone or something in the main clause. A relative
clause is usually connected to a main clause by a relative
pronoun such as ‘that’, ‘which’, ‘who’ or ‘where’.
(Example: I read the book that my friend lent me.)

reported speech the words someone uses to report what
someone has said. (Example: She said that she enjoyed the
match.) See also direct speech.

singular the form of a word that we use to refer to one
person or thing (examples: book, she).

statement a sentence that is not a question or a command.
(Example: The match has just started.)

subject the person or thing that performs the action of a
verb in a sentence. (Example: He kicked the ball into the
goal.) See also object.

superlative the form of an adjective or adverb that is
used when comparing things to express the idea of ‘most
or ‘least’. (Examples: He is the tallest student in the class.
I arrived earfiest. Of all of the students in the class, Ali
plays football Jeast often.)

]

syllable a word or part of a word that contains one
vowel sound and usually one or more consonants before
or after the vowel sound (example: meet [one syllable],
meeting [two syllables ‘meet” and ‘ing’]).

tense the form that a verb takes to show when
something happened or when someone did something.

uncountable noun a noun that refers to something that
we cannot count. Most uncountable nouns do not have
a plural form (examples: water, information). See also
countable noun.

verb a word that describes what someone or something
does, or what happens (examples: look, read, seem,
understand).
