· From the 1000 films, the guide also selected a Top 100 Films, "essential recommendations" categorized into a Top 5 for each of twenty different genres (action, biopic, cartoon, comedy, cult, disaster, drama, fantasy, gangster, horror, musical, period, romance, science-fiction, silent, spy, swashbuckler, thriller, war, western), each represented below by icons.

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· Every decade, the British film monthly Sight & Sound asks an international group of film professionals to vote for their greatest film of all time. The Sight & Sound accolade has come to be regarded as one of the most important of the "greatest ever film" lists. Roger Ebert described it as "by far the most respected of the countless polls of great movies--the only one most serious movie people take seriously."[1] The first poll, in 1952, was topped by Bicycle Thieves (1948).[2]
· Orson Welles' Citizen Kane (1941) has been voted number one in each of the last five Sight & Sound polls. A separate poll of established film directors, held for the first time in 1992, has also placed Citizen Kane at the top.[2] The film was selected as number one in a Village Voice and in a Time Out critics' poll. It was listed as the greatest American film by the American Film Institute in both the first (1998) and second (2007) versions of its 100 Years... 100 Movies list.
· The Searchers (1956) is the film most often mentioned in a poll of the favorite films of directors by German language Steadycam magazine in 1995.[3]
· Tokyo Story (1953) by Yasujirō Ozu topped a critics' poll conducted by Asian film magazine Cinemaya in 1998. It was followed by Satyajit Ray's Pather Panchali (1955) and Kenji Mizoguchi's Ugetsu (1953) tied at second place.[4]
· La Règle du Jeu (The Rules of the Game) (1939) by director Jean Renoir was named the greatest film by the French film magazine Positif in 1991.[5] It also holds the second slot in the Village Voice poll,[6] and is one of only two movies to have appeared in every one of the Sight & Sound polls, the other being The Battleship Potemkin.[7]
· The Brussels World’s Fair, organized in 1958, offered the occasion for the organization by thousands of critics and filmmakers from all over the world, of the first universal film poll in history.[8] These were the films chosen as most artistically fulfilled:[9][10][11]

Audience polls
· Seven Samurai (1954) was voted number one in an audience poll conducted by MovieMail in 2000. It was followed by The Third Man (1949) in second place.[5]
· The Godfather (1972) was voted number one by Entertainment Weekly's readers[12] and voted as number one in a Time Out readers' poll in 1998.[13] The film was also voted as the "Greatest Movie of All Time" in September 2008 by 10,000 readers of Empire magazine, 150 people from the movie business and 50 film critics.[14] It currently holds the number 1 spot on the Top 200 at Everyone's a Critic,[15] and the number 2 spot on the IMDb list.[16]
· The Godfather Part II (1974) was voted best movie ever by TV Guide readers[17] in 1998, and is currently in third place on the IMDb list.[16]
· Star Wars (1977) and its sequel The Empire Strikes Back (1980) were chosen as the greatest films by readers of Empire magazine in November 2001 and by voters in a Channel 4 (Film4) poll.[18] Star Wars is also the highest ranking sci-fi film in both versions of the American Film Institute's list of the 100 greatest movies of all time (ranked number 15 in the original list, and number 13 in the updated list).
· Raise the Red Lantern (1991) was voted the best Asian film in another audience poll conducted by MovieMail in 2000. It was followed by The Apu Trilogy (1955–1959) at second place.[5]
· Schindler's List (1993) was voted the best film ever made by the German film magazine Cinema.[19]
· The Shawshank Redemption (1994) currently holds the top spot on the Internet Movie Database's list of the top 250 films.[16] It was voted the best film not to have won an Academy Award in a 2004 Radio Times poll and again in 2008.[20] It is currently ranked number 1 on FilmCrave.com's top 100 movies list.[21] It holds an extremely high score on Rotten Tomatoes within the community, at 98%.
· The Lord of the Rings trilogy (2001–2003) was voted the most popular film of all time by an audience poll for the Australian television special My Favourite Film and by a poll cast by 120,000 German voters for the TV special "Die besten Filme aller Zeiten" (German "The best films of all time").[22] Its first film, The Lord of the Rings: The Fellowship of the Ring (2001), was the pick of readers in a poll by Empire magazine in November 2004.[23] The third film, The Lord of the Rings: The Return of the King, was voted the best movie of all time by Yahoo movies and Movies.com's annual reader's poll in 2006 and 2007.[citation needed]
· Gone with the Wind (1939) was ranked as the greatest film in a poll surveyed by Harris Interactive between January 15 and 22, 2008. Star Wars came in second place and Casablanca in third.[24] Gone with the Wind was also picked as the best film for Best in Film: The Greatest Movies of Our Time.[25]
· Casablanca (1942) was voted the greatest film by readers of the Los Angeles Daily News in 1997.[26] It is also regarded the "best Hollywood movie of all time" by the influential Leonard Maltin's Movie Guide.[27] On April 7, 2006, the Writers' Guild of America declared Casablanca's screenplay the best ever written.[28]
· Cross of Iron (1977) was voted the greatest film of all time by Cinemag.[citation needed]
Particular genres or media

Action
· Raiders of the Lost Ark (1981) was chosen as the best action film for Best in Film: The Greatest Movies of Our Time.[29] Sites such Moviefone[30] and IGN [31] also placed the film as the number one greatest action movie of all time.
· Die Hard (1988) is also sometimes commonly considered to be one of the greatest action movies ever.[32][33] Entertainment Weekly voted it the greatest action movie of all time.[34]
· The Terminator (1984)[35][36] along with its sequel Terminator 2: Judgment Day (1991),[32][37] Aliens (1986),[31][35][38] and The Matrix (1999) [30] are often the highest ranking and most positive reviewed science fiction action movies.
· Seven Samurai (1954) is the highest reviewed movie at Rotten Tomatoes with the highest number of votes that is listed as an action movie on the site.[35]
Animation
· Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs (1937) by Walt Disney was selected as the best American animated movie ever by the American Film Institute during their 10 Top 10.[39] 
· Pinocchio (1940) by Walt Disney was ranked as the number one greatest animated movie by Time magazine.[40]
· The Russian animated films Hedgehog in the Fog (1975) and Tale of Tales (1979) by Yuri Norshtein have been voted as the greatest animated films ever in particular festivals.[41]
· Nausicaä of the Valley of the Wind (1984) by Hayao Miyazaki was the highest-ranked animated film in an audience poll of 100 best animations, conducted by Japan’s Agency for Cultural Affairs in 2007.[42] 
· My Neighbor Totoro (1988) by Miyazaki was ranked at #1 in Time Out's list of top 50 greatest animated films.[43]
· Spirited Away (2001) by Miyazaki is the highest-ranking animation in Empire magazine's "100 Best Films of World Cinema" list[44] and the 2002 Sight & Sound critics' & directors' poll.[45] It has also been ranked highly in several best animation lists: second place in Total Film,[46] fifth in Time,[47] and second in Entertainment Weekly.[48]
· Akira (1988) is considered the greatest anime film ever made, topping the top ten anime lists at both MovieCricket[49] and Screen Junkies.[50]
· Grave of the Fireflies (1988) is the highest-ranking animation in Time Out magazine's "50 greatest World War II movies" list[51] and Empire magazine's "Top 10 Depressing Movies" list.[52]
· Who Framed Roger Rabbit (1988) is the highest rated live-action/animated hybrid film on film aggregate Rotten Tomatoes, and has scored an almost perfect rating of 98%.[53] The film was also ranked as the best animated/live action hybrid film by Entertainment Weekly.[54]
· Beauty and the Beast (1991) is #1 on the IGN's Top 25 Animated Movies of All Time.[55]
· The Lion King (1994) was chosen as the best animated film for Best in Film: The Greatest Movies of Our Time.[56]
· Toy Story (1995) was voted number 1 on the Top 100 Animated Features of All Time by the Online Film Critics Society (list published March 2003).[57] The film was also ranked as the greatest animated movie by Moviefone [58] and Total Film.[59] 
· Toy Story 2 (1999) topped a Rotten Tomatoes poll of the 50 best animated movies ever made.[60] It is also number 1 on their list of the best kids movies,[61] and is number 1 on the Movie Review Query Engine's list of the best animated movies.[62] Both the original and the sequel currently hold a perfect 100% score at Rotten Tomatoes.[63][64]
· WALL-E (2008) was ranked as the greatest animated movie ever by Entertainment Weekly.[65]
Christmas
· A Christmas Story (1983) is AOL's number 1 Christmas movie of all time[66] and IGN's top holiday-themed movie of all time.[67]
· It's a Wonderful Life (1946) is number 1 on the Movie Review Query Engine's list of the best holiday movies,[68] and also topped AFI's 100 Years…100 Cheers list.[69]
· The Nightmare Before Christmas (1993) is ranked number 1 on Rotten Tomatoes' Top 25 Best Christmas Movies list.[70]
· Die Hard (1988) was voted Empire Magazine's "The Greatest Christmas Film of All Time" in 2010,[71] and the fourth best in Rotten Tomatoes' list.[72]
Comedy
· Airplane! (1980) was also chosen as the best comedy for Best in Film: The Greatest Movies of Our Time.[73]
· Dr. Strangelove or: How I Learned to Stop Worrying and Love the Bomb (1964) is the highest reviewed comedy movie at Rotten Tomatoes, with a perfect score of 100%.[74] It also has a Metacritic score of 96/100, one of the website's highest rated comedy movies.[75]
· Ghostbusters (1984) was ranked first by IGN as the best comedy in their list of Top 25 Best Comedies Of All Time.[76]
· Monty Python and the Holy Grail (1975) A 2004 poll by UK arm of Amazon and the Internet Movie Database named Monty Python and the Holy Grail as the best British comedy picture of all time.[77]
· Monty Python's Life of Brian (1979) was voted the greatest comedy ever in polls conducted by Total Film magazine in 2000,[78] the British TV networks Channel 4 in 2006 [79] and Channel Five in 2007,[80] and The Guardian newspaper in 2007.[81]
· National Lampoon's Animal House (1978) was voted number 1 on the Bravo list of funniest movies of all time.[82]
· Some Like It Hot (1959) was listed Best American Film Comedy by the American Film Institute in June 2000.[83]
· City Lights (1931) was selected as the best romantic comedy ever by the American Film Institute during their 10 Top 10.[39]
Comicbook/Superhero
· Persepolis (2007) is number 1 in the Rotten Tomatoes countdown of movies based on superheroes, graphic novels, manga and comic strips – in order of critical approval. Iron Man was also the highest rated superhero film based on a comic in the list being at #2.[84]
· The Dark Knight (2008) is number 1 on the Movie Review Query Engine's list of the best comic and superhero movies.[85]
· Spider-Man 2 (2004) is number 1 on Rotten Tomatoes' Comix Worst to Best list.[86]
· X2 (2003) was voted number 1 in Empire Magazine's list of the 20 Greatest Comic Book Movies.[87]
· The Incredibles (2004) was ranked number 1 in Time magazine's list of top ten greatest superhero films.[88]
· Superman (1978) was ranked number 1 out of IGN's list of 25 greatest superhero films of all time.[89]
Courtroom
· To Kill a Mockingbird (1962) was selected as the best courtroom drama ever by the American Film Institute during their 10 Top 10 list.[39]
Crime/Gangster
· The Godfather (1972) was selected as the best gangster movie ever by the American Film Institute during their 10 Top 10.[39] It also tops the Rotten Tomatoes list of the best drama movies.[90]
· Goodfellas (1990) was chosen as the greatest crime film out of the 25 movies by the IGN website.[91]
Disaster
· The Poseidon Adventure (1972) was voted best disaster movie in a poll commissioned by UCI cinemas in May 2004.[92]
Documentary
· Bowling for Columbine (2002), Michael Moore's controversial documentary relating gun control and the culture of fear in the United States, heads the list of 20 all-time favorite non-fiction films selected by members of the International Documentary Association (IDA).[93][94]
· Grey Gardens (1975), the Maysles Brothers' documentary about former First Lady Jacqueline Kennedy's eccentric aunt and cousin Edith Bouvier Beale and Edith Ewing Bouvier Beale, was ranked as one of the greatest documentaries of all time by the Chlotrudis Society for Independent Film [95] and the International Documentary Association. [96] The film currently holds a 100% Fresh rating on Rotten Tomatoes.[97]
· Seven Up! (1964) was voted as the greatest ever documentary in a Channel 4 poll of the 50 Greatest Documentaries in 2005.[98]
· The Last Waltz (1978) is considered one of the greatest concert documentaries ever created, and has been deemed as such by Total Film,[99] Michael Worthington of the Chicago Tribune,[100] and by Rotten Tomatoes, where it holds a 97% favorable rating.[101]
· The Thin Blue Line won Best Documentary honors from the New York Film Critics Circle, the Kansas City Film Critics Circle, the National Board of Review, and the National Society of Film Critics.[102] Director Errol Morris himself won an International Documentary Association Award, an Edgar Award, and a MacArthur Fellowship Genius Grant (1989).[103][104]
Epic
· Lawrence of Arabia (1962) was voted best epic by readers of Total Film in May 2004. It was selected as the best epic movie ever by the American Film Institute during their 10 Top 10.[39]
Fantasy
· The Lord of the Rings: The Return of the King (2003) is number 1 on the list of the top rated fantasy titles at the Internet Movie Database.[105] It is the only film in the genre to win the Academy Award for Best Picture. It also won 11 Academy Awards, the highest number of any film ever made (tying with Ben-Hur and Titanic). It is also the only film in history having won Best Film awards from both Academy, BAFTA, Empire, Golden Globe, Hugo, MTV, and Saturn Awards.
· The Wizard of Oz (1939) was selected as the best American fantasy movie ever by the American Film Institute during their 10 Top 10.[39]
· The Harry Potter film series has received critical acclaim for all eight of its installments and has received many awards as well as nominations. It is currently the highest grossing film series of all time.[106]
High school
· The Breakfast Club (1985) ranks at #1 on Entertainment Weekly's list of best high school movies.[107] Other films written and directed by John Hughes, namely Weird Science, Sixteen Candles and Pretty in Pink, are also often considered epitomal high school, and by extension, teenage coming of age films,[108] as are the other nicknamed "Brat Pack" '80s films.
· Blackboard Jungle (1955) was listed as #1 best movie about high school on Newsweek/The Daily Beast.[109]
· Ferris Bueller's Day Off (1986) was ranked #1 on Moviefone's list of Best High School Movies of All Time.[110]
Horror/Thriller
· The Thing (1982) ranks #1 on The Boston Globe's list of the 50 scariest movies of all time.[111]
· The Shining (1980) ranks number 1 on The Moving Arts Film Journal's list of the 25 greatest horror films.[112]
· The Exorcist (1973) was voted scariest movie of all time by Entertainment Weekly and Movies.com,[citation needed] and by viewers of AMC in 2006.[113] It was also chosen as the best horror film for Best in Film: The Greatest Movies of Our Time.[114]
· Psycho (1960). The Alfred Hitchcock classic tops AFI's list of the 100 most thrilling American films,[115] and the top rated horror titles at the Internet Movie Database.[116]
· King Kong (1933) is currently number 1 on the Rotten Tomatoes list of the best horror movies,[117] and topped the Rotten Tomatoes list of the 50 best horror movies of all time.[118]
· Jaws (1975) was number one in the Bravo network's five-hour miniseries The 100 Scariest Movie Moments in 2004.[119] It was also ranked second on AFI's list for thrillers, 100 Years... 100 Thrills. It holds a rare 100% "Fresh" rating on the review aggregate website Rotten Tomatoes.[120]
· The Texas Chain Saw Massacre (1974) ranks number 1 on Total Film's list of the greatest horror films.[121]
· The Silence of the Lambs (1991) was chosen as the best suspense/thriller for Best in Film: The Greatest Movies of Our Time.[122]
Musical
· Singin' in the Rain (1952) tops the American Film Institute's list of the 25 best American musicals of all time,[123] and the top rated musicals at the Internet Movie Database.[124]
· West Side Story (1961) was chosen as the best screen musical by readers of The Observer in a 2007 poll.[125]
· The Sound of Music (1965) was chosen as the best musical for Best in Film: The Greatest Movies of Our Time.[126]
Mystery
· Rear Window (1954) is currently number 1 on the Rotten Tomatoes list of the best mystery/suspense films.[127]
· Vertigo (1958) was selected as the best mystery movie ever by the American Film Institute during their 10 Top 10.[39]
Political/Historical
· Schindler's List (1993) was chosen as the best political/historical film for Best in Film: The Greatest Movies of Our Time.[128]
Propaganda
· The Battleship Potemkin (1925) has been called one of the most influential propaganda films of all time,[129] and was named the greatest film of all time at the Brussels World's Fair in 1958.[130][131][132]
· Triumph of the Will (1935), Leni Riefenstahl's documentary film glorifying Adolf Hitler and the 1934 Nazi Party Convention, in Nuremberg is widely perceived, renowned and acknowledged as the best propaganda film ever,[133] although Riefenstahl asserted she intended it only as a documentary.
Religious
· In 1996, the Holy See released three lists of recommended films. The three different lists considered films of religious value, virtue (or moral value) and artistic merit. Among the list of 15 religious films considered by the Vatican to be the best ever, were in no particular order, William Wyler's Ben-Hur, The Mission, The Passion of Joan of Arc, and Fred Zinnemann's 1966 version of A Man For All Seasons.[134]
· The Island (2006) about Russian Orthodox monks living together on a remote, Arctic island, garnered multiple awards. 2006: best film at the Moscow Premiere festival. 2007: Six awards at the fifth national Golden Eagle Awards: "Best film", "Best male support role" (Viktor Suhorukov), "Best male role" (Petr Mamonov), "Best director" (Pavel Lungin), "Best scenario" (Dmitry Sobolev), "Best operator work" (Andrei Zhegalov). 2007: Nika Awards for Best Picture, Best Director, Best Actor, Best Supporting Actor, etc.
Romance
· Casablanca (1942) was voted the top romantic American film on AFI's 100 Years... 100 Passions list,[135] and is currently number 1 on the top rated romance titles at the Internet Movie Database.[136]
· Romeo & Juliet (1968) is currently #1 on DigitalDreamDoor.com's list of the 100 Greatest Romance Movies.[137]
Science fiction
· See Star Wars, in the Films acclaimed in audience polls section above.
· 2001: A Space Odyssey (1968) tops the Online Film Critics Society list of greatest science fiction films of all time.[138] It is also the only science fiction film to make the Sight and Sound poll for ten best movies, and was selected as the best science fiction movie ever by the American Film Institute during their 10 Top 10.[39]
· Blade Runner (1982) was voted the best science fiction film by a panel of scientists assembled by the British newspaper The Guardian in 2004.[139] In New Scientist, Blade Runner was voted "all-time favourite science fiction film" in both the staff,[140] and reader's 2008 polls.[141]
· E.T. the Extra-Terrestrial (1982) topped a Rotten Tomatoes poll of the 100 best Science Fiction movies ever made.[142]
· Star Wars: Episode V - The Empire Strikes Back (1980) was voted number one in Total Film's Top 100 Movies of All Time,[143] and number one in the 2006 Empire "Greatest Movies Ever" special.[citation needed] It is currently number 1 on the top rated sci-fi titles at the Internet Movie Database.[144]
Sports
· Murderball (2005) is number 1 on the Rotten Tomatoes countdown of the top sports movies.[145]
· Raging Bull (1980) was selected as the best sports movie ever by the American Film Institute during their 10 Top 10,[39] and is currently number 1 on the top rated sport titles at the Internet Movie Database.[146]
· Miracle (2004) is currently standing as the overall best sports movie of all time in the ongoing poll at sportsinmovies.com [147]
· Cinderella Man (2005) is currently standing as the best boxing movie in the ongoing poll at sportsinmovies.com [148]
· Le Mans (1971) is currently standing as the best auto racing movie in the ongoing poll at sportsinmovies.com [149]
· Bull Durham (1988) is currently standing as the best baseball movie in the ongoing poll at sportsinmovies.com [150]
· Coach Carter (2005) is currently standing as the best basketball movie in the ongoing poll at sportsinmovies.com [151]
· Caddyshack (1980) is currently standing as the best golf movie in the ongoing poll at sportsinmovies.com [152]
· Chariots of Fire (1981) is currently standing as the best track and field movie in the ongoing poll at sportsinmovies.com [153]
· Brian's Song is the currently the top rated American football movie in the ongoing poll at sportsinmovies.com[154]
War

· Tokyo Story (東京物語 Tokyo Monogatari), 1953: Directed by Yasujirō Ozu, is the highest-ranked Japanese and Asian film on the 2002 Sight and Sound Critics' Top Ten Poll (ranked number 5).[206] It was also declared the greatest film ever by Halliwell's Film Guide in 2005.[207]

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	The 'Best Picture' Academy Awards
Genre Biases
There are obvious biases in the selection of Best Picture winners by the Academy. (Biases related to acting roles or characters are discussed in the Best Actor and Best Actress sections.) Films not considered to have the stature of a Best Picture are often not nominated. And in addition, most foreign-made or foreign-language potential nominees for Best Picture have been relegated to the sole Best Foreign Language Film category. [Note: Since 1973, only two foreign films - as of 2010 - earned a Best Picture nomination: Life Is Beautiful (1997), and Crouching Tiger, Hidden Dragon (2000).]
Most Likely to Be Nominated (or Win) For Best Picture: Serious dramas or social-problem films with weighty themes, biopics (inspired by real-life individuals or events), or films with literary pretensions are much more likely to be nominated (and win). Glossy, large-scale epic productions with big budgets (of various genres) often take the Best Picture prize.
Least Likely to Be Nominated (or Win) For Best Picture: Action-adventures, family-oriented animation, "popcorn" movies, suspense-thrillers, science-fiction, superhero films, horror, comedies (including teen comedies), Westerns, foreign-language films, and spy thrillers are mostly overlooked, as are independent productions and children's films (although there have been a few exceptions).

(Best Picture nominees in this suspense-thriller genre have included Suspicion (1941), Gaslight (1944), Spellbound (1945), and The Sixth Sense (1999).)

The Exorcist (1973) was the only horror film to be nominated for Best Picture in Academy Award history - until 1991.

Because of the creation of the Best Animated Feature category in 2001, Beauty and the Beast (1991) was thought to be the ONLY animated film ever nominated for Best Picture, until Up (2009) and Toy Story 3 (2010) were also nominated. 
Up (2009) was also the first computer (or CG)-animated film to be Best Picture-nominated and the first animated film to receive a Best Picture nomination since animated films received their own category in 2001. Winning films in this category are often huge blockbusters.
