ince Atlantis Rising, first saw print,
we have made it our business to chal-
lenge the abuses of the prevailing
‘scientific’ authorities. Indeed, we

have tried not to miss an opportunity to
point out the shortcomings of orthodoxy
wherever we found them. The pervasive cor-
ruption, materialism, mediocrity, etc., to say
nothing of the suppression of contrary points
of view, have not inspired our confidence.
Nevertheless, having said that, we don’t want
to give the impression that we are blind to
problems at the other end of the spectrum.
Alas, what might be called the “new age,”
with its emphasis on impulse, intuition, and
the like, suffers itself, we fear, from a lack of
objectivity, self-discipline, depth and even in-
tegrity and fosters many practices which, we
feel, might well lead us all by a short route to
destruction. Most pundits today seem  to be
in one camp or the other, but what matters
most, we think, is not so much the politics of
left and right, as the challenge of uniting left
brain and right brain. 

The danger we face—if not outright schiz-
ophrenia—comes from those polarizing internal splits that keep us dysfunctionally spinning
our wheels instead of moving forward. When ‘Daddy’ and ‘mommy’ are eternally at war
within, the result is paralysis. The problem, though is clearly not a new one.

Shakespeare’s Hamlet certainly had issues with his inner and outer parents. Could feel-
ings of betrayal by his mother have contributed to his lack of resolution—arguably the curse
of modern Western man and woman, still unsure if they should “be” or not?

The ancients, we believe, knew the secrets of uniting our inner forces, but today we find
ourselves long since fallen from their forgotten grace and—to mix metaphors and steal a
phrase from  John Anthony West—today’s “hydrogen bombs and striped toothpaste” can’t
hold a candle to the ancient light.

The point has been made before in this space, but it is worth repeating, we need balance.
Without it there is no transcendence. As anyone knows who has ever worn those red and
green plastic glasses at a 3-D movie, both eyes when operating alone, see only a two-
dimensional world; but when teamed up, they reveal a third dimension (depth). Similarly, the
balanced union of the left and right hemispheres of the brain opens the doorway to previously
unseen or unrealized dimensions. The failure to unite the two different modes of knowing—
objective and subjective, linear and holistic, scientific and artistic, masculine and feminine,
etc.—keeps us trapped between poles, bound to the present plane of conflict. Like crippled
foot travelers lost in a snowstorm we circle forever with our stronger side dominating. The
successful tightrope walker, however, allows neither left nor right to rule but, instead, mas-
ters both.

Could our ancient forerunners have been trying to teach us something about the resolu-
tion of such dichotomies?

What, for instance, did the ‘wise ones’ mean by directing their disciples to square the
circle? Far from being a simple exercise in geometric construction, the idea was to show the
initiate how that when the seemingly opposite principles of ‘father’ (circle) and ‘mother’
(square) are properly united—utilizing, for instance, the golden ratio—they give birth to new
life in an eternal process of growth and unfoldment. The sacred geometric construction pro-
cesses, with simple compass and straight edge—passed down from teacher to student for un-
told millennia tell us much of what we need to know about uniting the pairs of opposites
within us, winning our great liberation, and making us finally the gods we were destined to
be—direct collaborators in the never ending creation of the universe.

Homer and Atlantis
In the past I have thoroughly enjoyed

most of your articles containing anything
on ancient Egypt. I have ignored article
inaccuracies in the past but (Steven)
Sora’s article, “Echoes of Atlantis from
Homer” in issue #64 is filled with so many
inaccurate data I can no longer stay si-
lent. What are my qualifications to make
such a statement? This year I will grad-
uate with a second Ph.D. This one is cen-
tered on a specialization in Ancient Af-
rican History.

Inside the article in question, Sora
writes, “There was no ‘Troy’ until Alex-
ander built one.” (Sora, 2007, p. 28). This
is historically incorrect. Firstly, Alexander
died in 323 BCE (Remple, 1958). Sec-
ondly, Alexander did not build the first
Troy. The first Troy was built more than
3000 years before Alexander, “Schliemann
discovered nine layers of Troy .... the oldest
dating back to about 3600 BCE, and the most
recent dating from about 300 CE” (Goldman,
2006). Therefore, I beg to ask, how could Al-
exander—who died in 323 BCE—have built
the first Troy in 3600 BCE if he lived more
than 3000 years later?

The second issue is the one that made me
terminate my perusal as a passive reader and
write you. In the second paragraph of the ar-
ticle Sora writes: “That is, until Sumeria and
Assyria rose literally from the earth in the
Middle East” (Sora, 2007, p. 28). This is his-
torically inaccurate.

Why do you allow such people as Sora
perpetrate such data that is not correct?
Where is the evidence for such a claim? Mes-
opotamia was not the “Cradle of Civiliza-
tion.” I just finished writing a dissertation,
using nine different disciplines illustrating
that Egypt predated Sumer by more than a
millennia. Furthermore, the first Sumerians
were not Caucasian but Black Africoids. Nei-
ther time nor space permits me to delve
deeper into this for my dissertation is almost
500 pages.

The third issue is found later in the ar-
ticle in paragraph five. Sora writes: “The
Greeks and the Egyptians inherited their ear-
liest gods from the west” (Sora, 2007, p. 28).
This is not correct. Where is the evidence for

The following is
his response:

It most likely would take reading the
book to offer a complete refutation of this
letter. But to answer one most important
detail...

The Iliad of Homer was a stylized history
of a war that happened five hundred years be-
fore Homer’s lifetime. Homer took the story
and placed it in a context where a then-
modern Greek could understand. His “Troy”
was an invention. There was no Troy and no
Ilium in Turkey. Four hundred years after
Homer wrote his epic poem Alexander was
disappointed that there was no evidence of a
Troy, so he literally built temples to match
Homer’s tale. Alexander’s Troy was no more
real than the Wooden Horse that stands be-
tween the snack bars named “Helen” and
“Paris” in the modern “Troy.”

The other arguments might take too long
to answer although the evidence of a Libyan
goddess Neit being first in Egypt and long be-
fore Isis as well as Athena being an African
goddess are strong (and not my invention).

such a bold statement? There is, however, ev-
idence to the contrary from Bruce Williams
of the Oriental Institute at the University of
Chicago—of all places—who wrote a com-
prehensive three-volume study of the origin
of Egypt in 1986 (Williams, 1986). Williams
was reporting on Keith Seele’s excavations in
Nubia from 1962-1964 in which Seele found
that the Egyptian civilization (which in-
cludes their gods) came from—or more pre-
cisely through—Qustul in ancient Nubia
which is now modern-day Sudan. Sudan is
south of Egypt and not to the west as Sora
says.

With all of the new discoveries being
made now in science and archaeology, you
will soon find that denying Africa is a losing
battle. Most scientists today agree that hu-
manity began in Africa. Even as late as a July
2007 article in Vanity Fair magazine which
states—first about the African’s physi-
cality—that “every single person on earth—
is African” (Wells, 2007, p. 110). Then the ar-
ticle goes on to say that modern mentality is
now believed to have developed first in Africa
as well by stating, “Africa gave us the tool we
needed, in the form of a powerful abstract
mind .... [which] some anthropologists call
the Great Leap Forward” (p., 114).

No one has yet discovered any vestige of
neanderthal DNA in us homo sapiens. As of
now there is only conjecture and opinion
whether homo sapien and homo neander-
thanlensis even could crossbreed.

So unless a number of other similar indi-
viduals are unearthed or they ultimately find
a trace of neanderthal DNA in us we need to
conclude that neanderthals were not assimi-
lated into the homo sapien population.

The area where this was found would put
it as a cross with the shorter homo sapien ar-
chaic instead of the cro-magnon who were
taller and far more sophisticated in adapta-
bility, tool making and art creation.

I’d first look at the sexual attraction
factor. Tall slim cro-mag men with an en-
tirely different cultural viewpoint would find
few neanderthal women attractive.

I for one am more inclined to believe that
neanderthals went away due to severe cli-
matic changes over several hundred or thou-
sands of years that transformed their geog-
raphy from frigid woodland to mild, open
almost savannah-like topography along with
the transformation of game animals.

n June a retired Canadian couple
snapped a picture off the east

coast of Newfoundland of what ap-
pears to be a large mammalian
skeleton jutting from an iceberg.
The picture was widely circulated
and caused quite a stir around the
world. Scientists in Canada and  else-
where were at a loss to identify the
remains but speculated that it could
have been preserved in the ice for

quite some time. In the photo it ap-
pears that there is some tissue still
attached to the bones, but no one
can be sure.

Gary Stenson, a marine mammal
scientist with Canada’s federal fish-
eries department, said he is quite
sure the photo is not a hoax, but also
said he couldn’t be sure what it was.

The skeleton, at least superfi-
cially, bears some resemblance to a
plesiosaur, a creature said to have
been extinct for millions of years.
Previously, when beached skeletons
have been claimed to be plesiosaurs,
they have usually been identified ul-
timately as beluga whales or wal-
ruses. In this case, though, it ap-
pears that the animal was well above
sea level whenever and wherever it
met its demise. So far the skeleton
has not been seen again so it appears
there will be no definitive answers as
to its true identity and fate.

I

he latest cosmic mystery to baffle sci-
ence comes from the planet Saturn. It

seems that there is a gigantic (15,000-mile
diameter) perfect hexagon cloud hovering
over its north pole. What’s more it appears to
be a permanent feature. First spotted by the
Voyager spacecraft over two decades ago, the
cloud was recently re-photographed by the
Cassini space probe still there and un-
changed. So far NASA scientists have failed
to provide any kind of satisfactory explana-
tion, but that has not deterred a tide of In-
ternet speculation.

Some think it is a manifestation of evil,
others see it as reflecting energy which af-
fects our daily lives. Space researcher
Richard Hoagland sees it as evidence of hy-
perdimensional energy flow. Certainly it
does appear to indicate the presence of some

f there is advanced alien
life within 80 light years

of earth, they know by now
that we are here. In fact, na-
tives of some distant planet
may now be listening to
early radio broadcasts from
earth. That is the assess-
ment of experts studying
the issues of life on other
planets. The U.K.’s depart-
ment of trade and industry
heard from some of them in
June, and learned that sci-
entists are convinced that
life exists elsewhere in the universe.

Dr. Michael Perryman, formerly em-
ployed by the European Space Agency, says
we are discovering many new planets which

kind of geometric forcefield. One is re-
minded of various theories offered a few
years ago concerning earth’s underlying
form. The planet, it was argued by Russian
researchers, is fundamentally a dodecahe-
dron (12 sides with each a pentagon). In
other words, Earth’s underlying form is crys-
taline. Hoagland has suggested that the
earth and Mars are basically tetrahedrons
and that the ancient civilizations of both
planets knew it. Most who see a geometric
basis for the shape of the earth see a connec-
tion with ancient grids and ley lines. All of
that suggests the presence of some kind of
planetary consciousness, as in the Gaia hy-
pothesis (earth as goddess). Could similar
forces be operating on Saturn? Not even
NASA knows for sure.

may be earth-like and habit-
able. Soon, he says, we’ll
have a flotilla of spacecraft
which will tell about many
more such planets and, in-
deed, will give us the infor-
mation we need to pinpoint
whether life of some kind
exists there. We’ll know for
sure by 2020, he told
London’s Daily Mail.

In the meantime, alien
scientists, listening to early
broadcasts of Orson Welles
War of the Worlds  may be

thinking there could be intelligent life on
Earth, but, alas, by the time they get to
SpongeBob SquarePants, they may give up
on the possibility.

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f you have an extra $20,000
and can bring your own food,

you might be able to take a trip
to the center of the earth next
summer, but not by burrowing
through the crust in some high
tech machine or even hiking
down through labyrinthine cave
passages, as in Jules Verne’s
classic tale Journey to the
Center of the Earth. Instead,
you could book passage on a
nuclear powered icebreaker
which in the summer of 2008
will, it has been announced, sail
into the arctic ocean in search
of a fog-shrouded hole which, it is claimed,
will lead to the center of the earth.

Despite the well-known arguments of
conventional geology concerning earth’s
molten core, there are some who believe the
planet is, in fact, hollow. Among their
number can be included indigenous Eskimos
and, some say, the late polar explorer Rear
Admiral Richard E. Byrd. They believe that at
a spot near the north pole can be found a
large opening where it is possible to sail over
the lip of the planet’s interior and into a
realm on the inner surface of the hollow
sphere which is the earth. A similar opening
is said to be near the south pole.

In the 17th century, English astronomer
and mathematician Sir Edmond Halley, after
whom Halley’s Comet was named, argued for
a hollow earth, as did German scientist Atha-
nasius Kircher.

Such a notion may sound like sheer fan-
tasy, but nevertheless, according to Canada’s
National Post, Brooks Agnew, a physicist and
futurist from Kentucky, will lead a group of
willing tourists aboard the Russian ship
Yamal from the port of Murmansk to a spot
in the Canadian sea just beyond Canada’s
Arctic islands. Agnew is following through on
the unfinished dream of the late Utah adven-
turer Steve Curry who came up with the
original plan a few years ago. Before he died

I of brain cancer at the age of 52
in 2006, Curry had made ar-
rangements to take 100 like-
minded adventurers on his
quest aboard the Yamal.
Curry’s web site (VoyageHol-
lowEarth.com) announces that
the trip is cancelled, but that is
apparently updated by the
Agnew announcement.

Curry claimed that on a
journey through the Tsangpo
gorge in Tibet, he had discov-
ered a hidden waterfall behind
which the Tibetans say a cavern
leads into the Hollow Earth,

which they call Agharta.
In the polar trip, Curry, planned to follow

the legendary expedition of Olaf Jansen and
his father who reportedly discovered the
opening in 1829. Jansen’s adventures are re-
counted by Rodney M. Cluff in his book
World Top Secret: Our Earth is Hollow.

The Admiral Byrd story has also become
something of a legend among Hollow Earth
enthusiasts. Byrd is reported to have seen
the lands of inner Earth on a 1947 flight be-
yond the North Pole. According to author
Amadeo Giannini’s 1959 book Worlds Be-
yond the Poles, Byrd observed “iceless land
and lakes and mountains where foliage was
abundant.”

Even though Curry was unable to follow
through, the legend of the hollow earth re-
fuses to die, due in part to a 2006 book, by
author David Standish, Hollow Earth: The
long and curious history of imagining
strange lands, fantastical creatures, ad-
vanced civilizations, and marvelous ma-
chines below the earth’s surface.

Curry claimed the opening to the hollow
earth is located at 84.4 degrees north and 41
degrees east, about 300 miles northwest of
Ellesmere island. The Agnew-led group will
be accompanied by a documentary film crew,
so if they find something, we should get pic-
tures. That is, if they come back.

he familiar stereotype of the stupid
Neanderthal has taken another hit. In

fact, now some scientists are arguing that
Neanderthals, rather than being the ignorant
brutes commonly believed, were actually
smarter than Homo sapiens—us.

Dr. Terry Hopkinson of Leicester Univer-
sity in England is making the case that
Neanderthals were actually capable of inno-

vation and sophisticated toolmaking, and all
of that hundreds of thousands of years before
the modern light is said to have come on in
our ancestors about 50,000 years ago in Af-
rica. The supposedly modern traits identified
by researchers include such things as the ap-
plication of grindstones and elongated stone
blades, big game hunting, and the use of ab-
stract art. Now Hopkinson says the Neander-
thals actually blended two different forms of
tool-making to adapt to the harsh climatic
challenges which confronted them in their
spread throughout Europe. The union of
what Hopkinson calls faconnage and dibi-
tage techniques reveals an ability to inno-
vate, well in advance of equivalent develop-
ments in Homo sapiens’ history.

Some researchers, such as Colin Wilson,
have argued that 10,000 years or more of lost
Neanderthal history may well account for
the development of Atlantis and other lost
cultures (see “Atlantis and the Neander-
thals.” A.R. #60). Those missing chapters in
the story of civilization we humans do not
recall because, say some, they are not our
own history, and at their height, we were too
primitive in our own development to com-
prehend them, and thus to remember them.

Shades of Planet of the Apes!

T

ntil recently, the beginnings of writing
in the form of symbolic characters, not

just pictures, was said to go back about
4,500 years. Now new discoveries in north-
western China may push the threshold of
such writing back to 8,000 years ago. The
Damaidi rock carvings were first discovered
in the 1980’s and contained many primitive
pictograms of the type found in similar set-
tings around the world, but subsequent re-
search has turned up more than 2,000 picto-
rial symbols which have been identified as
Chinese or other ancient characters.

Not surprisingly, the announcement of

the discovery has been greeted in many quar-
ters with incredulity. Archaeology, in gen-
eral, not just in China, is heavily invested in
the notion that such developments did not
occur until much later. Belief in the primi-
tive condition of our early ancestors is one of
the pillars of the modern notion of our own
great advancement and superiority. The dis-
covery of such accomplishments as writing
at a time when people are not believed to
have gotten far beyond the hunter-gatherer
stage throws most of the academic calcula-
tions of our ancient history into confusion.

now considers modern? Once again
new evidence is emerging that it
was longer ago than we once
thought—a great deal longer.

The latest discoveries were
made in Morocco where jewelry
made from sea shell has been
dated to 82,000 years ago—more
than 40,000 years earlier than such
adornments were thought to have
been worn in Europe.
According to a study published
in June in The Proceedings of
the National Academy of Sci-
ences, a team of Oxford Univer-
sity archaeologists led by pro-
fessor Nick Barton found the
ornaments in the Grotte de Pi-
geons, a cave in Eastern Mo-
rocco, during a five-year dig.

H
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earning arithmetic should not be such a
big deal, seems to be the implication of a

just-completed study at the University of
Nottingham and Harvard. Epoch Times on-
line news reports that children who haven’t
yet learned the basic rules of arithmetic, like
place value and the addition table, still easily
solve illustrated problems involving approxi-
mate addition and subtraction of symbolic
numbers between five and 98.

According to the study, the children per-
formed well above chance, and, in the pro-
cess, astonished teachers accustomed to the
great struggles often experienced by children
in this area. Dr. Camilla Gilmore who led the
work says we may now be able to learn new
strategies for teaching primary mathematics
and “making it fun.”

The research lends weight to arguments,
such as those in the Montessori method,
that children bring an innate knowledge

in-foil hat” may be about to
take on new meaning. Hereto-

fore the term has been an epithet
used to ridicule those who think they
have been victimized by mind con-
trol conspiracies from UFOs or else-
where (look it up in Wikipedia). Be-
lieving that metal will protect their
brains from invasive electromagnetic
waves, some, including not a few
homeless types, have taken to
wearing improvised hats made from
tin foil. Many others have also be-
lieved that unwanted electromag-
netic (EM) vibrations could cause
cancer. Such ideas have not been
taken very seriously by mainstream
science, but now it turns out that a
new therapy for brain tumors in-
volves intentionally bombarding the
brain with electric fields from a cap
of electrodes which looks a lot like
the infamous tin-foil hat.

A team of researchers from a bio-
tech firm in Israel has begun a clin-
ical test for the new therapy. For 800
patients in an 18-month trial, a
light-weight battery-operated device
which generates 200-kHz fields
through a series of electrodes was attached
to the skull for 24 hours a day. In some of
the patients, the tumors stopped growing,
and the survival time on average was in-
creased from 29 to 62 weeks. The plan now is

n esoteric lore there has been since ancient
times the notion that spiritual adepts can,

by will alone, change their index of refrac-
tion, thereby making themselves invisible.
The index of refraction is the degree to which
light bends as it passes from one medium to
another because its speed changes in various
densities.

Now scientists at Duke university are
using something called metamaterials to
make light refract in unexpected ways.

So far, the
technique has been used only with micro-
waves, and it remains to be seen if it can be
made to work with ordinary visible light, but
once again the world of Star Trek with its
‘cloaked’ Klingon spaceships looks to be
closer.

Refraction is also the property which
makes jewelry sparkle and rainbows appear.
Some have observed that if the entire phys-
ical world is, in reality, composed entirely of
light, then all that we see is essentially the re-
sult of light emitted from an infinitely bright
source which descends to our senses through
a cascade of media, transparent and other-
wise, and that the bends and twists that it
takes as it moves through many densities
produces the varied and multicolored world
which we experience. To awaken to the pro-
cess is, literally, to see the light, but some see
more than others.

Tracking the News of the Coming Energy Revolution

hen Los Alamos national laboratory
physicist Peter Milonni wrote a book ti-

tled The Quantum Vacuum, and Academic
Press published it in 1994, Thomas Valone
decided it was time to do his own Ph.D.
thesis on a topic that Milonni’s book dealt
with—zero point energy. 

In addition to his thesis, Dr. Valone more
recently decided to make the information ac-
cessible to the layperson. The result is his
new book Zero Point Energy: The Fuel of the
Future. Its premise is that soon we’ll be able
to use ZPE (his shorthand for zero-point en-
ergy) to power cars and houses. 

His book is indeed welcome. We might
not as easily follow the formal language of
the Milonni book, such as a passage about
fluctuations of the quantum vacuum “…the
coupling of the dipole oscillator to the elec-
tromagnetic field has a dissipative compo-
nent, in the form of radiation reaction, and a
fluctuation component, in the form of zero-
point (vacuum) field; given the existence of
radiation reaction, the vacuum field must
also exist in order to preserve the canonical
commutation rule and all it entails.”

In contrast, the language of Valone’s
latest book is more conversational. “…the
fluctuations of ZPE must be imprinted on
your mind. To me, this is the key to an en-
ergy solution. Just like a refrigerator or heat
pump forces heat to go in one direction only,
this ‘rectification’ of heat can also be applied
to non-thermal fluctuations.”  

In Milonni’s text and elsewhere, Valone
finds clues for would-be engineers-of-the-
vacuum. For example, Milonni explains that
“quantum noise” can be amplified. Valone
predicts that amplifying spontaneous emis-
sions will be an important tool for the
vacuum engineer to use when a circuit part
such as a diode is chosen to convert ZPE to
electricity. 

The name zero point energy came about
for various reasons. Scientists discovered
that it’s impossible to freeze anything so sol-
idly that its molecules become absolutely
still. Even if they were able to cool a sub-
stance down to absolute zero Kelvin, the
atoms of its molecules would still jitter. At
the level of the Extremely Small, some
source of energy jostles everything all the
time. If you pump everything out of a con-
tainer—substance, gases and any heat en-
ergy, as the temperature approaches abso-
lute zero the only thing left in the container
will be a vacuum and zero point energy. Va-
lone says scientists have come within micro-

ments, I’ll skip to Valone’s summary “Not
only have we shown that the proton spin de-
rives from the vacuum field…but that the
atom itself is deriving energy from the
vacuum ZPE field. Furthermore…it is a well-
known fact in quantum mechanics that the

electron and the nucleus ex-
change energy and depend
upon each other in an intimate
fashion, acting as a coupled
system of oscillators.” 

Near the end of his magne-
tism article Valone says we can
now understand the pathway
ZPE travels as the energy
source sustaining all energy
states of the atom, including
electrons’ spin. Up in the visible
world, the magnetic field of a
permanent magnet—dependent

on the aligned spin of electrons—is thus
shown to be sustained by the vacuum ZPE
field. 

Valone’s conclusion could open doors to a
clean energy future: 

“Therefore as totally permanent magnet
motors, generators and actuators become
commercialized, it will no longer be a mys-
tery as to where the energy is coming from.
Furthermore, these magnet-powered devices
cannot be mistaken for perpetuum mobiles.”

His book cites many indications that the
background sea of ZPE can be converted to
produce electricity. “It may be our primitive
20th-century upbringing that stops us from
putting a paddlewheel in this sea.”    

While on the east coast of the continent
Tom Valone as an engineering physicist looks
for future energy technologies, out west
Nassim Haramein seeks a sweeping cos-
mology that explains everything. If the two
men met, they would find ample common
ground. Haramein, for example, leads his au-
diences along a path of knowledge with com-
ments such as “Maybe it’s the vacuum that
we call space that holds the key to creation.” 

Crossing the Event Horizon
Last year I wrote a column about Nassim

Haramein and the Resonance Project, ex-
pecting there would be a DVD soon. Recently,
his Crossing the Event Horizon set of four
DVDs has appeared on the market
(www.theresonanceproject.org). The six
hours of information and animations were
worth waiting for. They were filmed at one of
the public workshops where he introduces
transformative science through illustrations
and anecdotes. 

Haramein spent most of his adult life so
far seeking knowledge about the structure of

degrees of the absolute zero point of temper-
ature. In an experiment in cooling helium
that cold, the molecules retained some ki-
netic energy—enough to keep helium in the
liquid state. Scientists say only ZPE can ac-
count for the energy that prevents helium
from freezing.

ZPE could relate to the old
ether-theory about the sea of
energy that fills all space. In
that concept, light travels by
moving through a medium
called the ether (also spelled
aether) just as sound travels by
rippling through water or air.
The famous Michelson-Morley
experiment early in the 20th
century convinced scientists
the ether doesn’t exist. How-
ever, Valone points out that
their experiment has been countered by E.
W. Silvertooth (“Experimental Detection of
the Aether,” Speculations in Science & Tech,
V10 N1, pp. 3-12) and other scientists with
improved accuracy. The ZPE model could
perhaps be compared to a dynamic ether but
not to a static ether; ZPE is said to be in con-
stant motion.

Can we get ZPE to do useful work for us?
In Valone’s appendix chapter titled “Is Per-
manent Magnetism Connected with Zero
Point Energy?” he indicates that yes, perma-
nent magnets (magnetized materials, as op-
posed to electromagnets) can be a source of
energy for the future. The “magnetic gra-
dient” is an untapped potential energy
source just like other gradients we depend
on for energy. His examples include the
thermal gradient in heat pumps, the voltage
gradient in wall sockets, the gravity gradient
in hydroelectric power plants, and the pres-
sure gradient in water pipes. 

 We haven’t commercially perfected any
magnetic-gradient machines that work con-
tinuously, Valone says, but he cites several
promising patents as templates for what
such a motor or generator would look like.
For instance he helped draft the patent for a
complex multi-rotor motor design by Rus-
sian scientists Roschin and Godin. 

His book also deals with the submicro-
sopic world of proton spins. The conclusion
is important to our future. Valone’s magne-
tism piece introduces the argument that the
spin and orbital motion of an electron is
closely coupled to nuclear energy states,
which also include rotation. (If your science
teacher explains the magnetic property of
permanent magnets to you, the topic of spin
alignment comes up. A material is magne-
tized when the direction of spin is no longer
random; the spins are lined up.) 

Without quoting his technical argu-

Kanapoi Humorous
ne of my favorite songs
from the late 1960s had
the title and refrain “I just
dropped in to see what

condition my condition was in.”  It
was a hit for the First Edition, with
Kenny Rogers singing the lead and
Glenn Campbell playing lead
guitar, which is a bit  strange, con-
sidering that the song became a
psychedelic anthem and a favorite
of Jimmy Hendrix. Both Rogers and
Campbell went country (nothing
wrong with country—I like that,
too—but these artists arrived there
from a different place).  As for me, I
was just intrigued by the philosoph-
ical implications of   “dropping in
to see what condition one’s condi-
tion is in”  for psychology and con-
sciousness studies.  But what’s this
got to do with forbidden archae-
ology? 

Let’s make the connection. My
book Forbidden Archaeology, from
one point of view, is a manifesta-
tion of the state of my intellectual
condition at the time I wrote it, and
it remains part of my intellectual
condition up to this day. The book
is out there in the world, and one of
the places it can be found is on
commercial bookselling web sites,
like Amazon.com. One of the fea-
tures of such web sites is that
readers can put up their reviews of
the book, giving it from one to five
stars, with five being the highest
positive rating. Reviews are constantly being added, so the mix of positive and negative re-
views is always changing. So you could say the “condition” of the totality of reviews is always
changing. 

So sometimes I just drop in to Amazon.com to see what condition (in terms of reviews)
my condition (as manifested in Forbidden Archaeology) is in. 

I don’t expect everyone to approve of the book. I like the five stars, but I also kind of like it
that a good number of reviewers give it a one star and sometimes lament that it is not pos-
sible to give it zero stars.  That’s really great. Everyone’s entitled to their opinion. But I have
to say it is annoying to see reviews that misrepresent the book. Let me give an example. There
is currently up on the site a one-star review that focuses on a particular case in the book—

that of the Kanapoi humerus. 

Here’s some background. The humerus is
the upper arm bone, the bone between the elbow

and the shoulder.  The discovery of a lower (distal)
humerus at the Kanapoi site in Kenya was announced by

scientists in 1967. It was found in a Pliocene formation,
about four million years old. The researchers found that the hu-
merus  was morphologically like that of modern humans and dif-
ferent from that of various apes and monkeys, as well as that of
known australopithecines. 

On Amazon.com, the  anonymous (at least I have the courage
to sign my name to what I write)  reviewer  says: “The authors
[Cremo and Thompson] make early reference to the distal end of a
humerus (KNM-KP 271) that was recovered from the west side of
Lake Turkana in Kenya, at the Kanapoi site. The authors went on
to quote from Henry McHenry’s early work that the Kanapoi hu-
merus was ‘barely distinguishable from the modern Homo,’
thereby suggesting that modern humans were at least four million
years old. However, other researchers (Patterson and Howells ) in
addition to McHenry note that ‘it is difficult to identify the family
from the distal end of the humerus [alone],’ and that, in general,
scientists are not able to distinguish between human and chimp
populations based on the humerus alone. Subsequent research
(prior to the release of the author’s book) by Meave Leakey has
shown that the remains in question belong to Australopithecus
anamensis not Homo sapiens.”

Okay, so here’s what I’ve got to say about it. Yes, in Forbidden
Archaeology my coauthor Richard Thompson and I did accu-
rately quote McHenry (and his coauthor Corruccini) as stating
that the Kanapoi humerus is barely distinguishable from modern
Homo. Actually, Patterson and Howells also say the same thing.
They said, “there are individuals in our sample of man on whom
measurements . . . of Kanapoi Hominoid I [the humerus] can be
duplicated  almost exactly.” Although it may be “difficult” to
make identifications on the basis of the distal humerus, it is not
impossible, because both Patterson and Howells (Science  1967,
156: 64-66) and McHenry and Corruccini (Folia Primatologica  1976, 23: 227-244) do make
such identifications. Patterson and Howells measured seven features on 40 human humeri,
40 chimpanzee humeri, and the humerus of an australopithecine, and found that the Ka-
napoi humerus was “strikingly close to the means of the human sample.” The study by
McHenry and Corruccini also compared the Kanapoi humerus with the humeri of all species
of anthropoid apes (i.e., chimpanzees, gorillas, etc.) and a sample of human humeri and
found that the Kanapoi matched the human sample. So the anonymous review of Forbidden
Archaeology  is very misleading. The authorities that the anonymous reviewer cites do in fact
make identifications of the Kanapoi humerus that characterize it as humanlike and distin-
guish it from anthropoid apes, including the chimpanzees. As for the paper by Meave Leakey
(Nature  1995, 376: 565-571)  identifying the Kanapoi humerus as belonging to Australopith-
ecus anamenis, the paper merely includes the Kanapoi humerus in a list of about 20 suppos-
edly A. anamensis  fossils  from two widely separated sites in Kenya (Alia Bay and Kanapoi),
and with widely varying dates. Meave Leakey and her coauthors  offer no justification for at-
tributing the Kanapoi humerus to A. anamensis. They just put it in the list. Here is the only
substantive mention of KNM KP 271 (the Kanapoi humerus) in the paper: “The distal hu-
merus, KNM-KP 271, was originally seen to be humanlike, and it does show many derived
hominoid features, including a marked median anterior capsular ligament tubercule.” The
authors make no attempt at all to show any nonhuman or particularly australopithecine fea-
tures. In fact, they simply acknowledge, without contradiction, the original research showing
it is humanlike, giving a citation to the relevant papers. It is clear that the authors included
the Kanapoi humerus in the list of fossils attributed to A. anamencis simply because it was
found in the same region and was about the same age as the other fossils.

This is another example of how what I call the “knowledge filtering process” operates in
human origins studies. Scientists with evolutionary preconceptions try to make all the evi-
dence fit those preconceptions. In this case, the scientists involved could not admit the possi-
bility that humans like us could have been present in the Pliocene, so they attributed the hu-
manlike Kanapois humerus to some kind of human ancestor, an australopithecine, without a
hint that there is another possible interpretation of this discovery.

So the Kanapoi humerus is human
in morphology, and everyone that the
author of the anonymous Amazon.com
review cited as authorities admitted it.
That said, I do want to point out that in
Forbidden Archaeology, I made only a
limited claim about the meaning of the
Kanapoi humerus. I acknowledged that
the original researchers (Patterson and
Howells), who characterized it as
having a human form, would not have
dreamed of saying that humans like us
were present in Pliocene times about  4
million years ago in Africa. They would
explain the bone in another way: per-
haps there was some kind of Pliocene
apeman who just happened to have a
humerus that was like that of a modern
human, while the rest of the body re-
mained somewhat apelike. “Neverthe-
less,” I wrote in Forbidden Archaeology
(p. 685), “if an anatomically modern
human had died at Kanapoi 4.0-4.5 mil-
lion years ago, he or she might have left
a humerus exactly like the one they
[the original discoverers] found.”  That
is a possibility that must be considered.
It cannot be ruled out. 

What makes it really credible that a
human like us might have been
present at Kanapoi in the Pliocene is
the abundance of human fossils from
Pliocene formations elsewhere. And these discoveries, documented in Forbidden Archae-
ology, include more than just a fragment of humerus. For example, in the nineteenth century
the Italian geologist G. Ragazzoni found several human skeletons in Pliocene formations at a

place called Castenedolo,
Italy. Ragazzoni carefully
studied the stratigraphy and
determined that the skele-
tons were found in natural
position and were not intru-
sive into the Pliocene forma-
tion through burial or earth
movements. A human
skeleton of Pliocene age was
also found in an excavation at
Savona, Italy. Also in the
nineteenth century, an ana-
tomically modern human jaw
was found in a Pliocene for-
mation at Foxhall,  England.
In the early twentieth cen-
tury an anatomically modern
human jaw fragment was
found at Miramar, in Argen-
tina. It is also interesting
that Mary Leakey found
dozens of footprints in Plio-
cene formations at Laetoli,

Tanzania, characterizing them as indistinguishable from those of modern humans. All this
makes it credible that the Kanapoi humerus could have belonged to a human like us. 

Anyway, I find this humerus stuff  all very humorous. Oh, one more thing. Next time you
drop in to Amazon.com to see what condition my Forbidden Archaeology is in, please con-
sider contributing your own review or comment  (five stars or one star preferred).

The Laetoli footprints

ccording to his interview on the Orion
Books web site, Dr. Danny Penman
has “a degree in Applied Biology and
a Ph.D. in Biochemistry from the

University of Liverpool,” plus a “diploma in
Newspaper Journalism from City University
in London.”

He writes for both the magazine New Sci-
entist and the British paper Daily Mail. In a
piece for the Mail, the self-described “hard-
bitten skeptic” recently detailed a psi en-
counter which shattered his own belief in a
world confined solely to 3-space, the rational
and the material. It all happened when he
met a down-to-earth middle class British
woman known as Psychic Sally (Sally
Morgan) after being sent by the Daily Mail to
test her. What happened there forms the first
part of this story.  First, though, some
thoughts on skepticism.

There are skeptics, and there are “skep-
tics.”  Here’s the difference.  A proper skeptic
accepts nothing on faith and demands con-
vincing evidence derived from repeated ob-
servation and experiment before being
willing to change his or her current views, in
this case scientific, on a given matter.  Once

convinced, a true skeptic will then alter the
scientific theory to conform to the observed
results, even if doing so contradicts a long
held, even cherished, theory or model of how
things are. Not so for the “skeptic,” for
whom no amount of proof will ever suffice.

A “skeptic” is someone altogether dif-
ferent than the kind of person just described,
in that the “skeptic” pretends to be open to
new ideas, new scientific principles, etc. The
truth, though, is that he is someone who has
a priori ruled out anything and everything
which is not of 3-space, rationalism and ma-
terialism. 

If you doubt this then refer to at least the
earlier editions of Real Magic, by P.E.I. Bo-
newits. There you’ll find the charter, written
by founder Paul Kurtz, of that most high
profile home of the “skeptics,” CSICOP
(Committee for the Scientific Investigation
of Claims of the Paranormal). Though the
name fairly exudes open-mindedness, the or-
ganization, according to some, is anything
but that and, is prepared, it has been alleged,
to use very rough tactics indeed, including,
in order to defeat its enemies, the invocation
of the very forces it so strenuously denies.  

In “Sabotage of a Psychic Experiment”
(http://psymag.tripod.com/issue_1/
1_sabotage.htm) the writers of the October

27, 2001 issue of the online Psychic Maga-
zine describe how, after bluster and intimi-
dation had failed to derail a meticulously
crafted rigorous psychic spoonbending dem-
onstration in Uri Geller’s home—a demon-
stration with prominent scientists in atten-
dance as observers—stage magician and
professional debunker James Randi, per his
own E-mails, reportedly asked his followers
to concentrate negative energy on the spe-
cific part of Uri Geller’s home where the
demonstration was to be held, at precisely
the time in which the demonstration was to
occur.  

The spoonbending demonstration failed
utterly, but still, it raises disturbing ques-
tions about CSICOP and its tactics.  What
business does an avowed rationalist materi-
alist—arguably CSICOP’s best-known
member—have in organizing what anyone
with even rudimentary occult knowledge
would consider to be a black magic attack,
let alone one targeted not just at the experi-
ment or the experimenter, but everyone in
that part of the house or who might have en-
tered it for hours to follow?  The answer was
obvious to the writers—money. Geller’s
demonstration was intended to win the Mil-
lion Dollar Challenge offered by Randi. Had

Stuart took “20 years to crack a complex se-
ries of codes which have mystified historians
for generations,” and that “his feat was
hailed by experts as a stroke of genius.”

 “The codes were hidden,” the article con-
tinued, “in 213 cubes in the ceiling of the
chapel, where parts of the film of Dan
Brown’s best-seller The Da Vinci Code were
shot this week.”

I immediately posted a lengthy list of cau-
tions about the claims put forth in the ar-
ticle to the Sinclair Discussion Group, a
worldwide network connected, by blood or
by interest, to the chapel’s founder, William
St. Clair. One of those cautions was simply
that the hailing “experts” touted in the ar-
ticle were represented by just one—James
Cunningham, author of “The Medieval Dia-
tonic Scale,” who said that it was a “stroke of
genius to have discovered the cadences
which inspired the music.” I told the group
that a Google search for Cunningham and
his tome would garner zero results—and ex-
cept for results now connected to me, it still
does.

Over the next 18 months, including the
article that set the alternate history world on
fire, the Scotsman published three more arti-
cles about Stuart Mitchell.

In the first of these articles, the April 27,
2006 “Tune in to the Da Vinci Coda,”
Stuart’s father Tommy is introduced to us as
the man who “spent 20 years cracking this
code in the ceiling.” Stuart is now described
as “orchestrating” his father’s finding for
“The Rosslyn Motet.”

It is in this article that we get the first
quasi-comprehensible description of the
chapel’s hidden code and how it was unrav-
eled. I will try to make it better than it was.

At one end of Rosslyn Chapel is an area
known as the “Lady Chapel,” the ceiling of
which is supported by arched ribs reaching
out and under it from the three pillars to its
immediate west and the wall to the east.

From these ribs hang what have become
known as the “Rosslyn Cubes,” and among
the 213 existing cubes (two are missing) can
be found 13 uniquely different carved pat-
terns. Tommy’s breakthrough, the article
says, came when he “discovered that the
markings carved on the face of the cubes
seem to match a phenomenon called Cy-
matics or Chladni patterns,” caused when a
“sustained note is used to vibrate a sheet of
metal covered in powder, producing marks.”
The marks produced by different notes can
“include flowers, diamonds and hexagons—
shapes all present on the Rosslyn cubes.”

Believing that the similarity of the
Chladni patterns with the carvings on the
Rosslyn cubes was “beyond coincidence,”
Stuart assigned a note to each of the 13
carved variations and, according to the ar-
ticle, is now “orchestrating the findings for a
new recording called The Rosslyn Motet.”

It is the Mitchells’ hope that the music,
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n April 30, 2007, Scotland’s news-
paper of record, The Scotsman,
published a short article headlined
“Musical Secret Uncovered in

Chapel Carvings,” about a father-and-son
team of Edinburgh musicians, Tommy and
Stuart Mitchell, who claimed to have “found
a secret piece of music hidden in carvings at
Rosslyn Chapel.” It was, Stuart said, like
finding a “compact disc from the 15th
century.”

Two weeks later, after the story had been
picked up by the BBC, the AP and Reuters
wire services, such high-profile newspapers
as the New York Times and the Boston
Globe, and the enthusiastic participation of
Internet bloggers everywhere, the Scotsman
article had circumnavigated the globe, just in
time for the May 18 world premier of the mu-
sical piece the Mitchells had titled “The

O
Rosslyn Motet,” performed in the chapel that
The Da Vinci Code had made famous.

Despite the fact that when the final notes
of the Motet had been played the chapel had
resisted, contrary to the expectations of
many, giving up even one of its long-
speculated secrets, the commercial success
of the composition had been assured, and
the product made available to shoppers
around the world. Three more performances
of the piece were quickly scheduled at
Rosslyn and, by month’s end, a Google
search of “Rosslyn Motet” netted an
astounding 17,300 hits.  

But the story about the discovery, already
dubbed “The Holy Grail of Music” by the
Mitchells, themselves, was not a new one,
and was far from complete.

I first read about Stuart Mitchell 18
months earlier in an Oct. 1, 2005, Scotsman
article titled “Composer Cracks Rosslyn’s
Musical Code.” The article reported that
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ROSSLYN MOTET

as the article says,
“when played on med-
ieval instruments in
situ, will resonate
throughout the chapel
unlocking a secret in
the stone.”

As we now know,
that did not happen.
But with the well-
timed assistance of the
global media, com-
bined with a public in-
terest in all things Da
Vinci and Rosslyn, it
hardly mattered. The
commercial success of
the Motet was orches-
trated to be a fait ac-
compli, and it was.

Readers of the four
Scotsman articles
about the Motet, still
available in the news-
paper’s online archive,
might find it curious
that in none of them is
Tommy Mitchell specif-
ically credited as the
“composer” of the
piece, which we now
know him to be. This is
perhaps because by the
time the third article
had been written the
newspaper had already
produced, and would
soon offer to its readers
on May 15, 2006, the
first podcast in a five-
part Rosslyn Chapel se-
ries, meant to raise the
paper’s profile in inter-
national cyberspace.
Each of these five pod-
casts uses the Motet as
its soundtrack, and lists
Stuart as the composer
in its end titles. It is in-
conceivable to me that
after three articles and five podcasts the
Mitchells would not have pointed out the
paper’s error, and yet it seems they didn’t.
The short Scotsman article that went round
the world on April 30, 2007 still did not sub-
stantively contradict any part of its previous
reports, but it is very interesting to those of
us who notice such things that the news-
paper has not touched the story since—not
even to review the May 18 concert held just a
few miles south of the paper’s Edinburgh
headquarters.

But the story of the Rosslyn Cubes did
not begin with the Mitchells.

As early as June 2002 the Scotsman had
already published an article about the mys-

tery of the cubes, and mentioned within it a
name that might ring some bells with alter-
nate history enthusiasts—Stephen Prior. A
co-writer and researcher with the well-
known writing team of Clive Prince and

Lynn Picknett, this
former head of the par-
apsychology division of
the British Secret Ser-
vice was, at the time,
running the day-to-day
operations of a hotel in
Gullane, Scotland,
named The Templar
Lodge. Under Prior’s
stewardship the hotel
hosted, until his un-
timely death from a
particularly aggressive
form of cancer, several
successful confabs of
such “fringe” historical
research groups as the
Sauniere Society.

As far as the Rosslyn
Cubes were concerned,
it seems that Prior sin-
cerely believed that the
cubes could, as he says
in the article, “hold the
key to a health-giving
chant from the Middle
Ages,” and had already
set in motion certain
initiatives to finding
that key, including
commissioning a pho-
tographer to record
every different variation
in the carvings. He was
also supplying a CD of
those photographs to
anyone who would like
to look for that key. To
sweeten the pot, Prior
was offering a hefty
monetary prize to the
lucky code-breaker, a
prize set up in the
name of Clementina
Bentine, widow of the
UK’s famous “Goon
Show” alumnus, come-
dian and author Mi-
chael Bentine who,
shortly before his

death, was made an honorary member of the
modern order of the Scottish Knights
Templar.

Three years later, in the Scotsman article
that gives Stuart Mitchell sole credit for
cracking Rosslyn’s musical code, Stuart
claims that he “took photographs of the
cubes and broke them down into sections.”
Actually the photographs the Mitchells use
in their YouTube Chladni pattern demon-
strations are the same photographs commis-
sioned by Stephen Prior, and the person who
performed the Herculean task of mapping
the layout of the cubes is a talented musician
by the name of Mark Naples, a friend and as-

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n the 20th century, while the Mar-
coni's...the Henry Ford's...the

n the beginning, the future earth was
but a molten mass of fiery gases. Like
all corporeal worlds, its destiny was to
begin in fire and end in ice. For 19th

century science, this was a stable dictum—“A
constant heat loss from a once fiery earth.”
The flaming earth, of course, had to cool
quite a bit before we could go for a walk in
the park. But it is the steady and trifling loss
of heat that concerns us most. According to
Isaac Asimov, there is an “eighty-million-
year trend of dropping temperature.”  (It’s
actually as old as the earth itself.)  Certainly
this natural and very gradual cooling is in-
trinsically tied to the simultaneous decrease
in the planet’s rotational speed; for all young
planets whirl about with a blooming velocity
that Nature tames, little by little. Infant earth
spun around her axis in only 14 hours. planet
Earth, in fact, is no youngster, some scien-
tists openly lamenting our “geriatric” globe,
as witnessed by decreases in vulcanism, sky-
falls, continent formation, rainfall, seismic
activity, and  rotation speed. 

Of all the sacred cows that scientific fun-
damentalism  “hugs forever” (William James’
phrase), the Ice Age—and now its stepchild,
global warming—is among the most tena-
cious. Both “Ice Age” and “Global Warming”
ask us to promiscuously abandon the age-old
march of Geologic Time, i.e., the earth’s
minute but incessant loss of heat, and install,
in its place a recurring scene of universal re-
frigeration (ice ages) and, more recently, a
frightening tableau of  escalating tempera-

tures (global warming). 
The idea of Mother Earth changing her

habit mid-career, of periodically freezing and
thawing, like the ground in early spring,
turning on and off throughout the aeons like
a grand machine—came along, not surpris-
ingly, at the birth of the Industrial Age;
whose mechanistic way set the stage for our
scientific models.  

Let us begin with a brief look at the
chaos of modern science whose glaring lack
of consensus places their pet theories on
thin ice, indeed. 

Wildly conjectural and obscenely contra-
dictory, these are the clashing “facts” of the
Ice Ages, as set forth by our most notable
deans of science:

Ice ages occur every 250 million years;
no, make that every 250 thousand years; or,
every 100,000 years;  or “several hundreds of
thousands of years;” or perhaps, 40,000
years. 

When was the first ice age? 300 thousand
years ago? 300 million years ago? A billion
years ago? 

How long do ice ages last? 100,000 years?
“Tens of millions of years”? How many ice
ages have there been?—ten of them in the
last million years;  four of them in the last
million years; four  in the last 600 million
years;  “five ice ages altogether.”   

And when did the last ice age end?—
6,000 years ago;—40,000 years ago;—11,000
years ago;—27,000 years ago;—1,000 years
ago.  

Had enough?
If scientists are light-years away from

agreeing on the vital statistics of ice ages, it’s
for a good reason.  There never was an ice
age.  School’s out.

So let’s scroll back 150 years and see why
Charles Darwin was almost forced to fabri-
cate ice ages. Father Darwin, it seems, could
not account for the presence of the same an-
imal species inhabiting the far reaches of
both northern and southern hemispheres.
How could cold-weather animals have tra-
versed the equatorial zones? Or did they? Ul-
timately, Darwin postulated “advancing ice”
to explain their presence in different corners
of the world.  Here’s how Darwin’s “ice ages”
solved the stickiest zoological puzzle of the
19th century:

When the hypothetical “glacial period”
descended upon the north, animals slowly
migrated southward.  During the next “inter-
glacial” (warm period—The Big Defrost),
some of those heavy-coated beasts returned
north again, but others apparently remained
in equatorial regions, finding refuge from
heat in the cool mountains. And when the
next “ice age” came along (this is the impor-
tant part)—it came from the south. Some
kind of alternating pattern.

   Well, those animals ensconced in the
southern highlands climbed down from their
wuthering heights for warmer pastures. And,
as Darwin reasoned, when the next “intergla-
cial” warm set in, those same beasts moved

Crimea. In the same vein, there are “glacial”
markings in Brazil and South Africa, and
huge depressions (as if made by ice caps) at
Sudan Basin and the Caspian Sea. But the
idea of ice sheets descending from the pole,
thus inaugurating an “ice age,” must be
ruled out at once. Because some of these an-
cient glaciers (Indian, African) moved from
the equator, not toward it. And because there
were many centers of ice, flowing in all di-
rections. The mystery, though, is instantly
dispelled once we study the “migration of the
poles.” But the phrase may be misleading;
call it instead oscillation wherein the north
and south poles trade places, moving at a
constant rate over hundreds of thousands of
years. This steady roll through the latitudes
(think of a lazily rolling beach ball) is exactly
the same thing as “pole shifts”—the well-
known magnetic reversals.

Given an oscillating earth, glacial ice
never “advances;” no, it is only the north-
lying landmass slowly sailing further north,
in this inexorable planetary shift, that
creates the illusion of advancing ice.  James

(“The Colonel”) Churchward has clearly
shown the impossibility of glaciers slipping
down to North America’s 40th parallel (to
Kansas,  Ohio, etc.).  Sliding up  the Lab-
rador, Adirondack, and Catskill Mountains? I
don’t think so. Even the Mohawk and
Hudson valleys would have stopped them,
anchored them. 

Otherwise put: None of Mother Earth’s
landmasses is where it once was. All the con-
tinents have made passage through the polar
places, through the equator, through the lat-
itudes. Thinking they are citing “ice ages,”
the record reports past glaciers in British
Guiana, equatorial Africa, etc. But it also
tells us that India, South America and Aus-
tralia were once at the South Pole! We re-
alize, too, that at the end of so-called ice
ages, glacial melting would predictably raise
sea levels. This, however, is not the case. In
fact, the “past few million years have been a
time of steadily decreasing ocean volume.” 

The “bizarre, fantastic, mythical… chi-
merical and silly… grotesque and impos-
sible” (Churchward) ice ages have spawned a

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to higher (southern) latitudes to beat the
heat. This, then, solved the riddle of identical
animals—of a single and common origin—
residing at the cooler latitudes of either
hemisphere.

Questions, though, spring to mind: Why
does one “ice age” advance from the north
and the next one from the south (pole)? The
northern and southern glaciers, Darwin ob-
served, were not simultaneous. Rather, they
took turns. The Permian glaciation, Loren
Eiseley notes, was unlike the “ice age just
passed, confined primarily to the southern
hemisphere.” Others have noted that  while
Europe and North America were experi-
encing cold conditions, there was “anoma-
lously warm weather in the South Atlantic
and Antarctica.” But there is nothing “anom-
alous” about it, for even Darwin recognized
that the different regions of
the earth take turns being icy.
Take Antarctica, for example. I
doubt Darwin would have been
surprised (as was the world)
when the 1912 Scott Expedi-
tion to Antarctica turned up
seven seams of coal on the
frozen continent at a chilling
85 degree latitude.  Indeed, an-
alysts tell us that the land now
at the South Pole was formerly
at a different latitude, in a tem-
perate zone. 

The continents have
moved!

The mirror-image of these facts gives us
cold-weather species in tropical and tem-
perate climes: “boreal” burials in Maryland,
reindeer bones in southern France and the
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n 1997, British embryologist Michael
Richardson and his colleagues pub-
lished the result of a study which com-
pared drawings said to be of embryos

with actual embryos. The drawings under
consideration had been published in many
secondary school textbooks promoting the
Darwinian concept of evolution. Richardson
was quoted in the prestigious journal Sci-
ence: “It looks like it’s turning out to be one
of the most famous fakes in biology.” In fact,
and worse, this was no recent fraud. Nor was
its discovery recent. The embryo drawings
which appear in almost every high school
and college textbook are either reproduc-
tions of, or are based upon, a famous series
of drawings by the 19th century German bi-
ologist—and fervent Darwinian—Ernst
Haeckel, and they have been known for over
a century to scholars of Darwin and evolu-
tionary theory to be forgeries. But none of
these scholars, apparently, have seen fit to
correct this almost ubiquitous ‘error’. Writer
Jonathan Wells, a Ph.D. in embryology,
pointed out the fraud in a 2001 article for
the National Spectator entitled “Survival of
the Fakest.” The ensuing controversy has
prompted Casey Luskin of Seattle’s Dis-
covery Institute, the principal think tank for
the intelligent design movement, to analyze
the argument.

“Many Darwinists,” says Luskin, “are
scurrying around on their blogs and at
movie screenings, trying to rewrite history
by claiming that Haeckel’s embryo drawings
were never used in modern textbooks. In a
contradictory claim, some then concede that
modern textbooks have used the drawings
but argue that Haeckel’s work was only cited
to provide some historical context to evolu-
tionary theory—they assert that Haeckel’s
fraudulent drawings have not been used to

I
as still-valid evidence for common ancestry. 

“Some Darwinists,” adds Luskin, “con-
tinue to deny that there has been any misuse
of Haeckel in recent times. If that is the case,
why did Stephen Jay Gould attack how text-
books use Haeckel in 2000? Gould wrote: ‘We
should... not be surprised that Haeckel’s
drawings entered nineteenth-century text-
books. But we do, I think, have the right to
be both astonished and ashamed by the cen-
tury of mindless recycling that has led to the
persistence of these drawings in a large
number, if not a majority, of modern text-
books!’ Similarly, in 1997, the leading em-
bryologist Michael K. Richardson lamented
in the journal Anatomy and Embryology
that ‘Another point to emerge from this
study is the considerable inaccuracy of
Haeckel’s famous figures. These drawings are
still widely reproduced in textbooks and re-
view articles, and continue to exert a signifi-
cant influence on the development of ideas in
this field.’ ”

Ranks of Scientists Doubting Darwin’s
Theory on the Rise

According to the Discovery Institute, in a
recent news release, another 100 scientists
have joined the ranks of scientists from
around the world publicly stating their
doubts about the adequacy of Darwin’s
theory of evolution. 

“Darwinism is a trivial idea that has been
elevated to the status of the scientific theory
that governs modern biology,” says dissent
list signer Dr. Michael Egnor. Egnor is a pro-
fessor of neurosurgery and pediatrics at State
University of New York, Stony Brook and an
award-winning brain surgeon named one of
New York’s best doctors by New York Maga-
zine.

Nor
are we arguing that every textbook that has
used Haeckel’s fraudulent drawings (or some
near-identical colorized version) therefore
promoted the idea that ‘ontogeny recapitu-
lates phylogeny.’ (In biology, ontogeny is the
embryonal development process of a certain
species, and phylogeny, the  evolutionary
history of a species’. Ed.) As Jonathan Wells
points out in his recent article, The Cracked
Haeckel Approach to Evolutionary Rea-
soning, “Many modern biology textbooks in-
form students that Haeckel’s dictum, ‘on-
togeny recapitulates phylogeny,’ has been
discredited, but the same textbooks often use
Haeckel’s drawings (or modern versions of
them) to persuade students that human em-
bryos provide clues to our evolutionary his-
tory and evidence for Darwin’s theory.”
Therefore, what we are claiming is that var-
ious modern textbooks have used Haeckel’s
embryo drawings in precisely the manner
that Darwinists now deny:

“(1) They show embryo drawings that are
essentially recapitulations of Haeckel’s fraud-
ulent drawings—drawings that downplay
and misrepresent the actual differences be-
tween early stages of vertebrate embryos;

“More scientists
than ever before
are now standing
up and saying that
it is time to re-
think Darwin’s
theory of evolution
in light of new sci-
entific evidence
that shows the
theory is inade-
quate,” said John

West, associate director of the Center for
Science & Culture. “Darwinists are busy
making up holidays to turn Charles Darwin
into a saint, even as the evidence supporting
his theory crumbles and more and more sci-
entific challenges to it emerge.” 

The list of signatories includes member
scientists from National Academies of Sci-
ence in Russia, Czech Republic, Hungary,
India (Hindustan), Nigeria, Poland, and the
United States. Many of the signers are pro-
fessors or researchers at major universities
and international research institutions such
as Cambridge University, Moscow State Uni-

versity, Chitose Institute of Science & Tech-
nology in Japan, Ben-Gurion University in Is-
rael, MIT, The Smithsonian and Princeton.

During recent decades, new scientific evi-
dence from many scientific disciplines such
as cosmology, physics, biology, “artificial in-
telligence” research, and others have caused
scientists to begin questioning Darwinism’s
central tenet of natural selection and stud-
ying the evidence supporting it in greater
detail.

Mark Twain is often quoted, “Everyone
talks about the weather, but no one does
anything about it.” Well, maybe Twain was
wrong, about the second part anyway. Re-
searcher Jerry E. Smith thinks so and argues
accordingly in a new book Weather Wars
from Adventures Unlimited Press. Beneath
are some of his arguments. Ed.

ankind has always had a keen in-
terest in the weather. Throughout
human history we have seen the
effects of weather on crops, and

the loss of life and property through the vio-
lence of storms. In ancient times people
made sacrifice to the gods in a crude attempt
at influencing the weather. In many parts of
the world today people still conduct elabo-
rate rituals for rain and fertility.

Modern interest in making rain for profit
and/or the public good began, surprisingly
enough, following the American Civil War.

Over the next eighty years Congress
maintained an on-again, off-again interest in
funding such research. One notable expendi-
ture occurred in 1967 when the U.S. Senate
passed the Magnusson Bill authorizing the
Secretary of Commerce to accelerate pro-
grams of applied research, development and
experimentation in weather and climate
modification. That bill allocated $12 million,
$30 million and $40 million over the next
three years, respectively. They projected ex-
penditures of some $149 million annually by

It can be argued that by the beginning of

the 1970s portions of the U.S. government
and/or military viewed weather and climate
modification research as having transitioned
from the “basic research” stage to the “oper-
ational” stage. Experiments were occurring
—or had occurred—in 22 countries, in-
cluding Argentina, Australia, Canada, Iran,
Israel, Kenya, Italy, France, South Africa,
Congo and the U.S.S.R. Airborne seeding
programs were undertaken to combat
drought in the Philippines, Okinawa, Africa
and Texas. Fog clearing had become a stan-
dard operation at airports, as had hailstorm
abatement, which had been proven suc-
cessful in several parts of the world. Forest
fire control had been carried out in Alaska
and watershed seeding was widely practiced,
while lake storm snow redistribution was
under extensive investigation. By 1973 there
were over 700 degreed scientists and engi-
neers in the U.S. whose major occupation
was environmental modification (EnMod).

And then it all changed. In 1978 The
United States became a signatory to the
United Nations Convention on the Prohibi-
tion of Military or Any Other Hostile Use of
Environmental Modification Techniques
(EnMod Convention or ENMOD for short).
The EnMod Convention prohibits the use of
techniques that would have widespread,
long-lasting or severe effects through delib-
erate manipulation of natural processes and

cause such phenomena as earthquakes, tidal
waves and changes in climate and weather
patterns.

Could it be that the U.S. government said,
“Oh gee, we can’t do that any more” and just
gave up on military EnMod—or did the
whole program go “black”? 

Project Popeye
The American military-industrial-

academic complex early on recognized the
importance of weather as a weapon. After the
great battles of the Civil War it was noted
that rains seemed to follow. A general pat-
ented an idea for making rain from this ob-
servation, but it would take nearly eighty
years for a technology to be developed that
was GI friendly. The Battle for Britain was
partially won because Allied forces success-
fully used a fog-dispersal system known as
FIDO to enable aircraft takeoff and landing
under otherwise debilitating fog conditions.
Cold fogs were similarly dissipated during
the Korean War. Cloud seeding became a
weapon in Vietnam under “Project Popeye.”

Project Popeye is a now exposed and
proven conspiracy on the part of the military
to circumvent the laws of humanity in time
of war using environmental modification as a
weapon—and to keep this secret the Secre-
tary of Defense was forced to lie to Congress!

Originally conducted as a pilot program

in 1966, Project Popeye was an attempt to
extend the monsoon season in Southeast
Asia with the goal of slowing traffic on the
Ho Chi Minh Trail by seeding clouds above it
in hopes of producing impassable mud. Over
the course of the program silver iodide was
dispersed from C-130s, F4 Phantoms and the
Douglas A-1E Skyraider (a single engine pro-
peller driven fighter-bomber), into clouds
over portions of the trail winding from North
Vietnam through Laos and Cambodia into
South Vietnam. Positive results from the ini-
tial test led to continued operations from
1967 through 1972. 

Some scientists believe that it did
hamper North Vietnamese operations, even
though the effectiveness of this program is
still in dispute. In 1978, after the efforts at
cloud seeding in Vietnam
produced mixed results, the
U.S. Air Force declared its
position to be that “weather
modification has little utility
as a weapon of war.”

Secret Weather Wars?
After events like the

Christmas 2004 Asian tsu-
nami and 2005’s record-
shattering Atlantic hurri-
cane season many people
have wondered just how
“natural” those natural dis-
asters were. Has “weather
control” really become a key element of na-
tional strategy?

In the post-EnMod U.S. of the 21st cen-
tury weather control is an activity mainly
confined to local governments and privately
owned commercial enterprises (“civilian
contractors”) like Weather Modification, Inc.
(WMI) of Fargo, North Dakota. WMI provides
services to universities, governmental agen-
cies, and private sector entities across the
country and around the world. These ser-
vices include hail suppression in Argentina,
snowpack augmentation in Idaho, and cloud
seeding in Nevada. Interestingly, one of the
senior scientists at WMI went on Art Bell’s
Coast To Coast AM radio show in 2005 to
“out” himself as having been one of the sci-
entists involved in Operation Popeye!

Intentional hostile control of the weather
and other environmental processes is collec-
tively called geophysical warfare. Dr. Gordon
J. F. MacDonald wrote: “The key to geophys-
ical warfare is the identification of environ-
mental instabilities to which the addition of
a small amount of energy would release
vastly greater amounts of energy.” This was
in “Geophysical Warfare: How to Wreck the
Environment,” a chapter he contributed to
Nigel Calder's 1968 book, Unless Peace
Comes: A Scientific Forecast of New
Weapons.

In the 1960s MacDonald was a distin-

guished geophysicist and climatologist. He
was Associate Director of the Institute of Ge-
ophysics and Planetary Physics at the Univer-
sity of California, Los Angeles (UCLA). He
was also a member of the President’s Science
Advisory Committee and the President’s
Council on Environmental Quality, as well as
being a senior member of NASA’s first
Physics Committee. He was also a member of
the Council on Foreign Relations and one of
the JASONs, a military think tank at the top
of the Military-Industrial-Academic pyramid.

Dr. MacDonald wrote many articles on fu-
ture weapons. In “Space” an article for the
book Toward the Year 2018, released in
1968, he elaborated on the possibilities of ge-
ophysical warfare writing: “…technology will
make available to the leaders of the major na-
tions a variety of techniques for conducting
secret warfare…techniques of weather modi-
fication could be employed to produce pro-
longed periods of drought or storm, thereby
weakening a nation’s capacity and forcing it
to accept the demands of the competitor.”

Elsewhere he wrote: “Such a
secret war need never be de-
clared or even known by the
affected population. It would
go on for years with only the
security forces involved being
aware of it. The years of
drought and storm would be
attributed to unkindly nature
and only after a nation was
thoroughly drained would an
armed takeover be at-
tempted.” He warned that
these geophysical weapons
systems, should they in fact
be developed, would produce

long-term upsets in the climate.
BusinessWeek magazine reported on 24

October 2005: “China has 35,000 people en-
gaged in weather management, and it spends
$40 million a year on alleviating droughts or
stemming hail that would damage crops.”
North Korea, downwind of China, has been
ravaged by droughts for a decade. It is en-
tirely possible that China has been intention-
ally stealing North Korea’s rain so as to force
North Korea to follow. Reports from North
Korea make not just the nation’s dictator,
Kim Jung Il, but the whole country sound
crazy. Could their seeming mass insanity be
induced?

HAARP
One much discussed project that em-

bodies both civilian and military geophysical
applications is the High-frequency Active Au-
roral Research Program (HAARP). Although
HAARP proponents claim it is nothing more
than a simple civilian research station de-
signed to investigate the properties of the
upper atmosphere, few investigators buy that
explanation.

HAARP does have the appearance of a ci-
vilian project with open access and the work
being done by civilian scientists. However,
the project is managed by a joint U.S. Air
Force and Navy committee and is funded out

he conventional view of the outbreak
of World War II is one in which Ger-
many and Japan just happened to
emerge as fascist military super-

powers at the same time, and decided to join
forces and take over the entire world! In this
view, it was coincidental that Japan would
build an imperial fleet, and become an invin-
cible naval power, and that Germany would
simultaneously develop a fearsome Blitzkrieg
capability using coordinated air and ground
forces. Even at face value, this hypothesis
seems absurd to some. Such grand historical
coincidences rarely occur, and usually turn
out the result of meticulous, long-range
planning; and that seems to be the case with
World War II. Now a growing group of re-
searchers into the circumstances of Hitler’s
rise to power, and the sudden, coordinated
emergence of militant fascism all over the
world, see the roots of World War II in an en-
tirely new and even more disturbing light.

Could it have been decided well in ad-
vance at some very high level that Japan
would take over all of Asia and Australia,
while Germany and Italy would divide up Eu-
rope, Russia, and North and South America?
Were Spain, South Africa and Argentina—
already fascist dictatorships—automatically
part of the alliance? According to researchers
in the new school of thought,
such a division of effort made per-
fect sense, since domination of
Asia required control over vast
Pacific Ocean areas that only su-
perior naval forces could handle,
while the conquest of the massive
continental areas of Europe,
Russia and the Americas would
necessitate control of the air and
huge, highly mechanized, fast-
moving armies. Some are arguing
now that there was an invisible
hand behind all of this and, moreover, that it
wasn’t earthly. Cumulative torrents of infor-
mation now emerging from insiders seem to
indicate that planet Earth may, in fact, be a
battleground between extraterrestrial
forces—that, indeed, we are right in the
middle of a real Star Wars. Could it be that
for millennia, while we struggled with
swords and bows and arrows, and man-
powered naval vessels, the ETs, apparently,
paid scant attention to us; but that with the
advent of World War II we became players on

the cosmic stage? Could it be that for the last
three quarters of a century we have become
knowing, active participants in an ongoing
galactic conflict?

He Will Dance

After WWI, at the end of 1919,
ex-corporal Adolph Hitler met
Dietrich Eckart in Munich.
Eckart was a sophisticated and
wealthy publisher and was editor-
in-chief of an anti-semitic publi-
cation called In Plain German.
He was also an occultist in the
highest circle of The Thule So-
ciety, an esoteric group founded
in Germany in 1918. He had been
a student of Russian metaphysi-
cian G. I. Gurdjieff.  Because of

his admiration for Eckart, Hitler joined the
society. The Thule Society held regular
séances during which the attendees report-
edly communicated with demons and at-
tempted to invoke the Anti-Christ. During
one such session, Eckart believed that he
was told by his spirit guide that he would
have the honor of training the coming Great
One—the incarnation of the Anti-Christ. He
soon became convinced that Adolph Hitler

Was There an
Intergalactic
Dimension to
World War II?

Dietrich Eckart
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he most celebrated levitation in re-
corded history took place on the Sea
of Galilee some two thousand years
ago and was witnessed by only a few

humble fishermen.
Science discreetly smiles at such fables. 
Legend has it that on October 4, 1630, Jo-

seph of Cupertino, an Italian monk, was as-
sisting in a procession honoring St. Francis
of Assisi when he suddenly was lifted into the
sky and hovered there for some time before a
crowd. Upon descending, he was so embar-
rassed that he ran to his mother’s house and
hid. It was the first of many “flights” that Jo-
seph would experience while apparently in a
trance state, or in a state of religious ecstasy
or rapture. Joseph (1603-1663) was later can-
onized as a saint. 

Levitations were reported with other
saints, including St. Dunstan (918-988), St.
Francis of Assisi (1186-1226), St. Thomas
Aquinas (1226-1274), St. Ignatius Loyola
(1491-1556), and St. Peter of Alcantara
(1499-1562). The latter allegedly soared over
the trees with his hands crossed over his
chest as hundreds of birds gathered around
him. The phenomenon has also been re-
ported with a number of Eastern mystics.       

Science superciliously smirks at such re-
ligious superstition. 

During the 1850s, there were numerous
stories about heavy tables being levitated by
spirits working through mediums, and
spelling out messages. The tables would
hover off the floor and tilt one time for each
letter of the alphabet, or the sitters would re-

cite the alphabet and the table would tilt or
turn at a certain letter. Judge John W. Ed-
monds, a justice of the New York Supreme
Court, and Dr. Robert Hare, a professor of
Chemistry at the University of Pennsylvania,
were among a number of distinguished men
and women who studied and attested to the
phenomenon.  

Science condescendingly snickered at
such spiritualistic nonsense.     

During the 1860s, stories circulated about
levitations, spirit communication, and other
strange phenomena surrounding Daniel Dun-
glas Home (pronounced “Hoom”), an Amer-
ican who had been born in Scotland in 1833,
and had become a celebrated medium.  

The most spectacular levitation purport-
edly took place on December 16, 1868 at the
London mansion of Lord Lindsay and was
witnessed by Lord Lindsay, Lord Adare, and
Captain Charles Wynne. They reported seeing
Home walk out a window on the third floor,
float to the window of an adjoining room and
re-enter there.

UNEXPLAINED ANOMALIES

On March 4, 1869, Adare, Wynne, and
Adare’s father, the Earl of Dunraven, accom-
panied Home on a tour of the ruins of Adare
Abbey. There they observed Home leave the
ground and float horizontally for, according
to Adare, “at least ten or twelve yards.” 

Science arrogantly sneered at the pre-
posterous stories.

One of those sneering scientists was Pro-
fessor William Crookes, a distinguished
physicist and chemist, later knighted for his
contributions to science, including the dis-
covery of the element thallium and the in-
vention of the Crookes tube, a high-vacuum
tube which contributed to the discovery of
the x-ray and television. Early in 1870,
Crookes set out to prove that Home was a
fraud. He opined that the increased employ-
ment of scientific methods would drive the
“worthless residuum of spiritualism” into

the unknown limbo of magic and
necromancy.

But after 28 sittings with Home over
nearly a three-year period, Crookes an-
nounced that he observed Home being levi-
tated on three occasions—once while Home
was sitting in an easy chair, once while
kneeling on a chair, and once while standing
up. “On each occasion, I had full opportunity
of watching the occurrence as it was taking
place,” Crookes detailed, pointing out that he
ran his hands under Home’s feet to be sure
there were no invisible supports of any kind.  

Crookes also reported hearing spirit
voices and witnessing floating tables, lumi-
nous “spirit hands,” and a floating accordion
with beautiful music coming from it.  In one
sitting, Ellen Crookes, his wife, was levitated

hirty three miles north of Mexico City lies the
grandest archaeological zone on the continent,
Teotihuacan. At the zenith of its power, believed
to be about fourteen centuries ago, the ancient

megalopolis may have embraced as many as 300,000 in-
habitants, who dominated Middle America to a greater
extent than any people before or since. Covering an area
approximately eight square miles, a nearly two-mile long,
130-foot wide ceremonial highway known as the Avenue
of the Dead leads to a stupendous set of stone monu-
ments, the largest of these being the Pyramid of the Sun.
Originally rising in four massive stages above the arid en-
vironment, it contains approximately a million cubic
yards of stone mostly faced with hewn tezontle, a coarse,
reddish volcanic rock.

Other than a generally comparable massiveness, the
Mexican structure appears at first glance wholly unlike
ancient Egypt’s foremost building, the Great Pyramid of
Khufu on the Giza Plateau. But a closer examination re-
veals some startling similarities. There is only a six-foot
difference in their base diameters on both sides, and the
Pyramid of the Sun was (before modern restoration) just
14.39 feet over the mid-height of the Great Pyramid.
While not identical, these dimensions are intriguingly
close.

The fundamental arithmetical function of Khufu’s

Is There an Egyptian Connection?

Great Pyramid incorporates the value of pi, the ratio
of a circle’s diameter to its circumference, a concept
used to solve problems about the size, shape, weight,
etc., of the earth. The concept works when we mul-
tiply the structure’s radius by 2 pi. Mexico’s Pyramid
of the Sun achieves the same result though precisely
twice the Egyptian formula. Multiplying its true height
by 4 pi makes an incredibly accurate (less than one-half
inch from exact) reading of its perimeter. The very pre-
cision of this computation renders chance arrange-
ment unlikely.

The late 19th century pioneer in Mesoamerican
archaeology, Augustus Le Plongeon, found that the
Mayas’ chief unit of measurement was one forty-
millionth of the circumference of the earth. It is not
known if Teotihuacan’s Pyramid of the Sun incorpo-
rates this geodetic unit, although the structure was in
use during the Mayas’ florescence. Le Plongeon was pillo-
ried during his lifetime by conventional colleagues, who
took scant interest in his priceless collection of Maya ar-
tifacts, in large measure because he refused to observe
their anathema of public discussion about Atlantis.

Both Egypt’s Great Pyramid and Mexico’s Pyramid of

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miles by land and sea. Even so, it does not
appear in a religious or ceremonial context
anywhere else in Teotihuacan, or the rest of
Mesoamerica, for that matter. How could it,
concealed away from view within the apex of
the Pyramid of the Sun? Yet, its presence
provides an answer when we realize that
mica has been valued since the beginning of
our modern age of electricity for its use as a
chief component in the production of capaci-
tors. As Corliss points out, “Since large slabs
of mica have considerable value for their
electrical properties, it is hardly surprising

that this artifact
quickly disappeared.”

In his landmark
work, The Giza
Power Plant, Chris-
topher Dunn demon-
strated that Egypt’s
Great Pyramid was
never a tomb, but a
solid-state electrical
device powered by
the natural forces of
the earth itself. Fol-
lowing up on his
convincing evidence,
I concluded in
Opening the Ark of
the Covenant that
the Great Pyramid
was a geo-transducer
purpose-built to
transmute seismic
violence into elec-
trical discharge. Like
Egypt’s Great Pyr-

amid, its Mexican counterpart is similarly
positioned over a major earthquake fault, the
most active in Middle America, and the cul-
prit responsible for so many seismic uphea-
vals which have done terrific damage to
Mexico City for centuries. As in any trans-
ducer, in order for it to have functioned, a
large and suitable crystal had to be installed
in the granite “sarcophagus” of the struc-
ture’s King’s Chamber. In fact, Arab tradi-
tion recounted the former existence of just
such a crystal in the Egyptian pyramid.

Did the huge mica sheets in Mexico’s Pyr-
amid of the Sun similarly ameliorate the
harmful energies let loose by earthquake ac-
tivity? Corliss admits that “a tenuous and
subtle connection can be made between the
Teotihuacan mica sheets and the strange
cavities filled with sifted, mineral-enriched
sand in the Great Pyramid.” There are, in
fact, many and significant geodetic compari-
sons between both structures: The funda-
mental similarity of their internal configura-
tions, their positioning over major
earthquake zones, and a shared use of capac-
itor minerals at their apexes lead one to con-
clude that the two pyramids were engineered
as geo-transducers by the same designers.
Their differences are equally important, be-
cause each structure, while incorporating
important common features, reflects the par-
ticular topography and geology of their sep-
arate locations. An exact reproduction of
Egypt’s Great Pyramid would not fit in the

the Sun are oriented to the Four Cardinal
Directions, an alignment that produces a
shared phenomenon. At high noon of the
vernal and autumnal equinoxes, the Great
Pyramid of the Nile Valley and America’s
greatest pyramid in the Valley of Mexico cast
no shadow, an effect that recalls the simi-
larity of their names; the former was com-
monly known as the “Mountain of Ra,” the
sun-god, just as the latter is still remem-
bered as the Pyramid of the Sun. According
to Dr. Gunnar Thompson, “Mexican histo-
rian Mariano Cuevas believes the Egyptian

structure served as a model, because both
have the same geographical alignment. Fur-
thermore, archaeologists have identified the
‘Re’ serpent/sun glyph at Teotihuacan.” Re-
productions presented by Thompson show a
fundamental similarity between the “Re
glyph” and the “Mexican Serpent Sun Eye.”

Beneath the Pyramid of the Sun is a 300-
foot-long, seven-foot-high lava tube leading
to a natural cave terra-formed by its ancient
builders into a quartet of chambers. Its ar-
rangement roughly parallels the descending
passageway and chambers of the Great Pyr-
amid. More exactly like the Egyptian King’s
Chamber, the Mexican passageway termi-
nates into its cluster of chambers just off
center from the Pyramid of the Sun’s geo-
metrical mid-point. Its two upper levels con-
tained a huge sheet of mica. The function of
this bizarre find could not have been decora-
tive, because its position was situated be-
tween layers within the uppermost reaches
of the apex. Unfortunately, the mica disap-
peared after its discovery in 1906. But an-
other, much smaller structure not far from
the Pyramid of the Sun was found to contain
two enormous mica wafers, each 90 feet
square. This building may have been used to
store the mica for use in the nearby Pyramid
of the Sun.

The mineral was certainly valued most
highly, because it had to be imported with
great care all the way from Brazil, 2,000

Valley of Mexico because, among its other ge-
odetic features, it defines the geographical di-
mensions of the Nile Delta. On the other
hand, the Pyramid of the Sun was, as it were,
tailored to the related though peculiar situa-
tion of Middle America.

But what can account for their funda-
mental similarities, separated as they are by
thousands of miles? A hint may lie in Teoti-
huacan’s location. Perhaps the most overtly
antediluvian site on the continent, it lies an
incongruous 130 miles from the nearest
coast, it abounds with maritime themes. Mu-
rals and stone friezes are obsessed with por-
traying conch, scallop and olive seashells. At
the base of the Pyramid of the Moon, on its
own massive altar in a unique place of honor
immediately fronting the penultimate monu-
ment of Teotihuacan, is a great conch shell
superbly sculpted many times its natural
size. Why should the lone symbol of the sea
have been provided with so extraordinary a
place in this desert kingdom, if not to epito-
mize some deeply significant connection be-
tween its creators and the ocean?

The Atlantean character of the site begins
to reveal itself in the city’s alignment with
the setting of the Pleiades, the Daughters of
Atlas, Atlantises. Reaffirming the importance
of this orientation, the builders of Teoti-
huacan even altered the course of the nearby
San Juan River to align with the Pleiades.
Close to the Pyramid of the Sun stood a co-
lossal basalt statue of Chalchiuhtlicue, the
water-goddess who was said to have caused
the great flood which destroyed a former age.
She was massively portrayed at Teotihuacan
as an “Atlantean” figure supporting a lintel
signifying the sky.

Another “Atlantean” figure, the bearded
rain-god, Tlaloc, who bore the sky on his
shoulders, is depicted in an important mural
at Teotihuacan’s Tetitla Palace. Several build-
ings down from the Pyramid of the Moon
stands the Temple of Quetzalcoatl, the
yellow-bearded, fair-skinned culture-bearer
who arrived with his fellow artists and scien-
tists of the Old Red Land from over the Sun-
rise Sea to found civilization in the Valley of
Mexico. And when we observe that the monu-
ments of Teotihuacan are built with the same
kind of red, white and black volcanic stone
Plato said the Atlanteans preferred as the
construction materials for their sacred build-
ings, implications of Atlantis are difficult to
ignore.

Comparisons with the Great Pyramid,
however compelling, are challenged by the
relative dating of both structures. The Egyp-
tian edifice is at least 4,500 years old, per-
haps much older. According to archaeolo-
gists, Mexico’s Pyramid of the Sun was built
approximately 2,000 years ago. The twenty
five centuries (at least) supposedly separating
the two sites would seem to render any con-
nection between them most unlikely. Yet,
there may be a solution to this apparent dis-
crepancy in time.

Researchers are divided over the true age
of Teotihuacan. Standard texts describe the
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n January of 2007 it was announced
that the ruins of a lost city had been
discovered in the Valley of Mexico, just
25 miles south of Mexico City. Dubbed

Zazacatla, the city was found near Xochitepec
by Mexican archaeologist Giselle Canto. The
ruins, it was said, had been left by the Ol-
mecs—the strange and ancient culture be-
lieved to be the mother culture of Central
America. Reports at the time, however, ex-
pressed surprise that this “new” Olmec city
was not on the Gulf Coast, where most pre-
vious Olmec sites had been located, but was
instead hundreds of miles inland.

Once again, the contradictions of the Ol-
mecs were confounding and confusing con-
ventional archaeology.

The oldest, and possibly greatest enigma
of early Mexico and North America is that of
the Olmecs. Olmecs are now often referred to
as Proto-Mayans by academic archaeologists,
or Olcans, meaning inhabitants of Olcan, the
“Olmec Land” as it is now being called. When
one looks at the enigmatic cave drawings,
the gigantic, perfectly carved heads, the
trademark “frown,” and the violent, milita-
ristic look of the Olmecs, an emphatic ques-
tion leaps to mind: “Who were these
weirdos?”

The strange world of the Olmecs is only
now being pieced together. In their art, Ol-
mecs are often dressed in leather helmets,
have broad faces and thick lips (plus broad
noses), a mean-looking expression, and re-
semble nothing so much as a bunch of angry
African rugby players from Nigeria or Tan-
zania. While mainstream archaeologists in-
sist that Africans never colonized Mexico or
Central America, the average man looks at
these sculptures and wonders how academia
can make such a blatant assertion—so start-
lingly unscientific at its very core. Even
though sanctioned in the hallowed halls of
academia telling the masses that these were
not Africans could well lead one to conclude
that the academics are blind, insane or both!

The Discovery of the Olmecs
Until the 1930s it was largely held that

the oldest civilization in the Americas was
the Mayan. The great quantity of Mayan arti-

facts discov-
ered throughout the Yu-
catan, Guatemala and the Gulf
Coast of Mexico had convinced ar-
chaeologists that the Maya were the
mother civilization of Central America.

But some “Mayan artifacts” were subtly
different from most of the others. One differ-
ence was that some carvings of large heads
had faces with more African-looking features
than many of the other Mayan works. Mayan
paintings and sculpture can be quite varied
but the African-looking features seemed dis-
tinctly un-Mayan. These African-looking
heads often had a curious frown, often wore
masks or appeared to be a half-jaguar-half-
man beast. This recurring motif contrasted
distinctly with other Mayan finds. 

In 1929, Marshall H. Saville, the Director
of the Museum of the American Indian in
New York, classified these works as being
from an entirely new culture, not Mayan.
Somewhat inappropriately, he called it
“Olmec” (a name first used in 1927), which
means “rubber people” in Nahuatl, the lan-
guage of the Mexican (“Aztec”) people.

According to the famous Mexican archae-
ologist Ignacio Bernal, Olmec-type art was
first noticed as early as 1869 but, as noted
above, the term “Olmec,” or “Rubber
People,” was first used in 1927. Naturally, a
number of prominent Mayan archaeologists,
including Eric Thompson who helped deci-

pher the
Mayan calendar,

refused to believe
that this new culture

could be earlier than the
Mayas. Not until a special

meeting in Mexico City in 1942 was the
matter largely settled that the Olmecs pre-
dated the Mayas. The date for the beginning
of the Olmec culture was to remain a matter
of great debate, however.

The discovery of the Olmecs, though,
created more questions than answers,
seeming to cast into doubt many of the old
assumptions concerning American prehis-
tory. Suddenly, here was a diverse-looking
people who built monumental sculptures
with amazing skill, were the actual “inven-
tors” of the number and writing system used
by the Maya, the ball game with its rubber
balls and even knew about the wheel (as evi-
denced by their wheeled toys).

The greater enigma was upon archae-
ology—who were these people?

Who Were the Olmecs?
Bernal continued to study the Olmecs

and came out with the only significant study
on this early Central American culture in his
1969 book The Olmec World. In that book,
Bernal discussed the curious finds attributed
to the Olmecs all over southern Mexico and
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lords, kings, travelers, magicians and
whatnot that look like Africans, Chinese,
bearded Europeans, or some other strangers,
most professors teaching at our major uni-
versities maintain that they are not evidence
of ancient pre-Columbian explorers. They
admit, though, that people might errone-
ously get this idea from a “superficial” view
of these various statues and carvings.

Archaeologists are thus confronted with a
major problem that they prefer not to deal
with. They claim that the Negroid heads are
not African (or Oriental as many appear), but
they also admit these giant stone heads and
other statues do, indeed, appear to be depic-
tions of Africans. Why would that be the
case? How is it that American Indians look
like Africans? Other civilizations, such as the
Maya, generally do look like American In-
dians, as we would expect. Mainstream ar-
chaeologists are forced to invent an explana-
tion, no matter how feeble, for this obvious
puzzle.

So, even to mainstream historians, Olmec
origin is a mystery. In the realm of alterna-
tive history many theories exist, apart from
walking across the Siberian land bridge in re-
mote prehistory. One theory is that the Ne-
groid populations are connected with At-
lantis, as part of some tough and hard bitten
warrior-class. Or perhaps they were part of
an Egyptian colony in Central America or
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Central America, as far south as the site of
Guanacaste in Nicaragua. However, he could
not figure out the origin of these strange and
distinctive people whose art featured bearded
men, Negroid heads, and undecipherable
hieroglyphs. Even such famous Mayan sites
as Uaxactun and El Mirador were thought by
Bernal to have been previously occupied by
the Olmecs.

Still, orthodox archaeologists such as the
well-known British writer and archaeologist
Nigel Davies maintain that the Olmec could
not be the result of any transatlantic or
transpacific contact. Says Davies: “Dis-
counting the more romantic notions of an
Olmec seaborne migration, doubts persisted
as to which part of Mexico was their place of

origin, since they
were later present in
almost every region.
The problem has
been hotly debated;
Miguel Covarrubias
became convinced
that Olmec civiliza-
tion first flourished
in the state of Guer-
rero, bordering on
the Pacific Ocean,
but won little sup-
port for this view.
Others have insisted
with equal force that
they originally came

from highland Mexico. However, a fairly
broad consensus now maintains that their
heartland or home territory lay in the rubber
land of southern Veracruz and Tabasco.”

Davies is essentially saying that the Ol-
mecs may have originated at Monte Alban in
the Oaxaca highlands, Oxtotitlan or Juxtla-
huaca near Acapulco on the Pacific or, most
likely, at Tres Zapotes and La Venta in the
swamps along the Gulf of Mexico. All of these
areas have known Olmec sites.

The idea that the strange Olmec Negroid
heads might be the result of early African ex-
ploration seems totally alien to the histo-
rians and archaeologists who have taken
over the archaeology of the Americas. De-
spite depictions in Olmec art of various

bit of walking.” You’ve got to respect
someone whose name is associated with the
New Age movement who admits; “In that
movement I found it too easy to be a narcis-
sist. We can deceive ourselves into thinking
we are developing spiritually when instead
we are strenthening our egocentricity
through spiritual techniques.” And though
she’s considered one of the most eclectic
spiritual leaders in the world today, Ray has
‘”Christian crossover” appeal: she’s certainly
been reborn and has an abiding love for
Jesus. She was on the scene during Mother
Mary’s appearances at Medjugorje, Yugo-
slavia, and sought her in Venezuela, Spain
and Mexico. A painting of the Virgin Mary, to
whom she prays regularly, hangs in the ‘re-
birthing room’ of her Marina del Rey home.

Having authored 15 books, Ray is grateful
to her own mother, who was an English
teacher, and to her typing teacher for being
extremely strict: “I can type books so fast be-
cause of her intensity,” she laughs, ticking
off top sellers Loving Relationships I and II,
The Only Diet There Is and Inner Com-
munion, and mentioning Pele’s Wish (about
the Hawaiian Goddess). Her latest book,
Rock Your World with the Divine Mother, is
a culmination of the understanding she has
developed over the course of her lifetime.
Ray writes in a forthright, sometimes child-
like manner, recounting her own experi-
ences and offering rituals to bring the power
of the Divine Feminine into our lives. Real-
izing that the secret power common to the
great yogis she studied (mostly men) was
their reverence for the Divine Mother, she
had an ‘aha’ moment. “The Mother is the Su-
preme Reality, the intelligence behind
matter—She is Light itself.” Ray knew it was
time to transcend the feminist movement

here’s nothing small about Sondra
Ray. At 5’11”, she has the stature of a
basketball player (indeed, she was
that sport’s star at her high school in

Grafton, Iowa), the strong bone structure of
her Swedish / German heritage, a huge, en-
gaging smile and a deep, earthy voice easily
given over to hearty laughter. Her address
book is even larger—she’s hung out with
some pretty “big” people—Sai Baba, Hopi
Elders, entertainment stars, and just about
every spiritual leader out there.

But here’s the really big deal: Sondra Ray
claims to have met the immortal being hon-
ored in Yogananda’s Autobiography of a
Yogi—Babaji himself. Said to have material-
ized a youthful body in a Himalayan cave in
1970, Ray says he was accessible for fourteen
years, until his deliberate exit of the physical
body through ‘Samadhi’ in 1984. (It is be-
lieved in certain spiritual circles that the
masterful Babaji now ‘comes and goes’ as he
wishes.) She is aiming for mastery over
death, too. “In order to get it about physical
immortality, you have to master the philos-
ophy of it, the psychology of it and the physi-
ology of it. Babaji has  given me mantras for
longevity and physical immortality and as-
cension.” Though she speaks about it very
matter-of-factly, Ray says it took her two
years to recover just from the sight of the
being she considers her Guru. “It blew my
circuits,” she says.

The internationally acclaimed co-founder
(with Leonard Orr) of the 1970s Rebirthing
Experience is, if you’ll forgive the jargon—a
trip. You’ve got to love a woman who says
she keeps in shape by doing her mantra
(chanting) yoga practice, “accompanied by a

The Realm of Ordinary
Experience Has Been
Left Far Behind
for Sondra Ray 

and conceived the idea of “The Divine Mother
Movement.”.She has since dedicated all her
work, which includes Loving Relationships
Trainings, seminars on money, Sacred
Breath Renewal and Immortality, to Her. 

Unconsciously, Ray has been seeking both
Babaji and the Divine Mother since birth.
“All of my childhood I was building caves,
mostly out of sticks along the railroad tracks;
I was looking for a cave I could not find, so I
built my own.” In college, she took up spe-
lunking and explored caves, but gave it up
because of the bats. She later explored lava
caves in Hawaii ‘with more gusto.’ “I never
felt satisfied until I found the cave I’d been
looking for”—the cave where Babaji first ap-
peared in the foothills of the Himalayas and
the place where he installed the statue of
Hairakhandesh-wari, a combination of the
Hindu goddesses Kali, Lakshmi and Saras-
wati. 

Ray has taken her students to this cave,
and says the energy is so strong they can stay
for only 15 minutes per visit. Over time, she
has conditioned her nervous system to tol-
erate being in for longer periods, and recalls
spending a full day there. “When I came out I
heard that a huge miracle, reported by the
BBC, had occurred all over India. The
‘murtis’ (statues said to contain the essence
of a saint) began ‘drinking’ the milk offered
them. As platters of milk were presented, the
milk would just disappear. People ran to get
more; all over India stores ran out of milk. 

While such miracles don’t happen every
day (in fact, the ‘Murti Miracle’ is said to
occur only once every 4,000 years), amazing
things seem to happen to Sondra Ray with
startling frequency. There’s the time she
shed tears that shot straight out from her
eyes towards a speaker who had moved her.
Then there’s the incident when a woman she
didn’t know called to say she had created a
painting of the Virgin holding roses and that
she could feel the heart of the Virgin beating.
The painter, ‘Velvelee’, came to Ray’s chant
group and instructed her to “catch” people
after they touched the painting because, she
said, they would fall backwards. “This we did
for hours on end, because there were about
50 people.” When her turn came, Ray says
she was “pretty activated.” “I felt the heart
beating myself. Another “catcher” said she
saw me levitate off the floor, but I have no
memory of it.” 

Such exotic experiences might relegate
Ray to the ‘space cadet’ category, but solid
credentials back up her healing work, as well
as establish her as an earth-bound citizen.
She received a B.S in Nursing (U. of  Florida)
and a Masters in Public Health and Family
Sociology (U. of Arizona), and was trained as
a Nurse Practitioner in Obstetrics and Gyne-
cology, which helped her understand the pro-
fundity of birth trauma. 

“There is often physical damage done to
the breathing apparatus when the umbilical
cord is cut before the amniotic fluid is
cleared from the lungs,” explains Ray. “At the
moment of birth, we form impressions that
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Also intriguing is how Zeus/Jupiter’s in-
fluence parallels that of myth. His introduc-
tion by invading groups diminished the role
of the goddess over time and the myths dem-
onstrate a gradual decline in the role of the
goddesses and their archetypal significance.
Today we are witnessing a renaissance of the
sacred feminine; and perhaps these ancient
archetypes will regain their original status
and significance.   

Astrological Interpretation
The asteroid belt itself is a collective with

some notable members because of their size
relative to others. The belt acts like a di-
viding line between “terrestrial” planets and
the gas giants beyond, representing perhaps
a turning from more ordinary concerns to an
outer focus. The asteroid goddesses can be
seen collectively as four aspects or facets of
women’s lives. Ceres is the role of mother,
Athena was always seen as an independent
“virgin,” Juno is queen and partner, and
Vesta is the priestess archetype. They can
also be understood to possess qualities like
the four cardinal points of the year revealing
stages or phases in women’s lives.  

Ceres—Renewal
Ceres was the Roman goddess of grain

and agriculture. Our word cereal comes from
her name. Demeter was her Greek equiva-
lent. Ceres represents the cycle of the year
and the waxing and waning of the seasons.
Together with her daughter Proserpina, like
the Greek Persephone, her story recounts the
annual cycle of fertility and the apparent
wasteland of winter where life is trapped un-
derground, just like the mythical daughters
who were abducted to the underworld. When
the daughter is gone the world withers, but
when mother and daughter are reunited all
life blooms. Ceres’s archetypal power lies in
understanding that everything in the uni-
verse is cyclical, not linear. All forms die and
all life is constantly renewed. While we can’t
alter the annual ebb and flow of light and
dark, even though we try with artificial light,
we can learn to move in resonance with the
cycles and use them to our advantage. Mas-
tery involves moving in sync with the ebb

the Main Asteroid Belt were combined, the
result would comprise a body approximately
930 miles in diameter (1,500 kilometers),
less than half the size of the Moon.  

Feminine Side
The first asteroids to be discovered were

named for goddesses in Greco-Roman
myths, but over time, as hundreds more
were identified, the naming process became
both random and creative, including famous
people, characters from literature and rela-
tives of the discoverers. The practice of using
feminine names lasted until asteroid number
334 which was dubbed Chicago. As the
number of asteroids escalated the naming
tendencies deteriorated. One asteroid is actu-
ally named after a family cat. Even so, the
trend has been toward predominantly femi-
nine names.  It’s interesting to speculate if
the main asteroid belt had coalesced into a
planet, would it have been named after a fe-
male Olympian?  

In terms of the planetary names in our
solar system, and from an astrological per-
spective, we are decidedly skewed toward the
masculine. Of the ten “planets” used in
Western astrology only Venus and the Moon
are feminine, and the Moon doesn’t even
have a proper name. Some astrologers have
suggested calling her Luna.  In a more egali-
tarian approach, and comparable to the
twelve zodiac signs, the Greeks had twelve
primary Olympians, six male and six female. 

Four of the largest asteroids, Ceres,
Pallas Athena, Juno and Vesta, were named
after Greek and Roman goddesses who corre-
spond to the remaining Greek Olympian
goddesses. These four have now become part
of astrological interpretation. Astrologers
who have incorporated these goddesses into
their interpretative tool kit tend to follow the
myths as they are told in the Greek stories
and their symbolic interpretation is seen
through the lens of Greek myth. I believe
this approach is incomplete,  as the arche-
types actually stem from much older god-
desses whose power had already been di-
luted, and even negated, by the time of the
so-called age of heroes.

he first asteroid was discovered on
January 1, 1801 by Giuseppe Piazzi in
Italy.  He thought he saw a new
comet.  Piazzi named the object

Ceres, after the Roman goddess of agricul-
ture. Over the next few years three similar
“goddesses” were located, which were named
Pallas, Vesta and Juno. By the close of the
19th century several hundred of these small
bodies had been identified.  

They are called asteroids, which means
“starlike,” but that is really a misnomer. The
term planetoid, “planet-like,” is more appro-
priate as they are rocky and metallic objects
without atmospheres that orbit the Sun.  In
August 2006 the IAU (International Astrono-
mers Union) introduced the term “Small
Solar System Bodies,” or SSSBs.  At the same
time the term Dwarf Planet was coined to de-
scribe the largest minor planets.  Pluto is
now considered a Dwarf Planet.

Tens of thousands of asteroids congregate
in the so-called Main Asteroid Belt. The main
belt is a vast, doughnut-shaped ring located
between the orbits of Mars and Jupiter but
closer to Mars. Asteroids are not visible to
the naked eye but many can be seen with bi-
noculars or small telescopes.  Some asteroids
even have moons, while others orbit in bi-
nary pairs.  

The strong gravitational force of Jupiter
shepherds the asteroid belt, pulling the aster-
oids away from the Sun and keeping them
from careening into the inner planets. Most
asteroids orbit from between 186 million to
370 million miles from the Sun and have a
slightly elliptical orbits varying from about
three to six earth years. Asteroids range in
size from Ceres, which has a diameter of 938
km (578 miles), roughly the size of Texas,
down to pebble-size bits of rock. Sixteen as-
teroids have a diameter of 240 km or greater.
Ceres is now considered to be a Dwarf Planet,
which in her case is a promotion.  

Astronomers theorize that the two moons
of Mars, Phobos and Deimos, are actually
captured asteroids.  Hundreds of thousands
have been discovered with the present rate of
discovery at around five thousand per month.
So many have been identified that the num-
bering system had to be expanded. We didn’t
get our first close-up glimpse of an asteroid
until 1991 when Galileo photographed 951
Gaspra while en route to Jupiter.  NASA’s
current Dawn Mission hopes to orbit Ceres
and Vesta from 2011-2015.  

Astronomers believe asteroids are com-
posed of proto-planetary material which was
prevented from accreting into a planet-sized
body by Jupiter’s strong gravity when the
solar system formed 4.6 billion years ago.
Maverick scholar Zechariah Sitchin believes
the asteroid belt was once a planet that was
shattered by another body entering the solar
system. Either way it’s estimated that if the
total mass of all the asteroids now present in

Pallas Athena—Wisdom
Although the Greeks saw her as a goddess

of both war and wisdom her earlier archetype
embodied the abstract idea of truth, like the
Egyptian Ma’at. Her true essence embodies
right relationship to all things—the absolute
truth which lies at the heart. Minerva was
her Roman counterpart, as was the Gnostic
Greek Sophia, and in these goddesses the
wisdom aspect was uppermost. Athena was
both warrior and peace-time general to the
Greeks as well as spinner and weaver, which
also gave her domain over fate. Mythically
Zeus swallowed his first wife Metis (Justice)
so his firstborn child Athena would not be
more powerful than he was. Athena sprang
from Zeus’s head clad in full armor. She even
wields the thunderbolt. Increasingly,
scholars view this as a shift from the Paleo-
lithic orientation to a Great Goddess to a
deity who is a solitary sky father capable of
giving birth without benefit of a woman. As
an archetype Athena shows where courage to
face the truth is required and where wisdom
concerning our own life battles is needed.

Juno—Sovereignty
Juno, Hera to the Greeks, was the wife of

Jupiter (Zeus) and queen of the gods. This
once all-powerful goddess of pre-Minoan
Crete was reduced over time to a jealous
wife. In Greek myth she is cast in a small and
spiteful role, seeking vengeance for the nu-

pyramid is Greek and means “fire in the
middle,” like the hearth fire at the center of
every abode. Vesta represents devotion and
sacred service and her presence in the chart
reveals the area of life where this call to ser-
vice will be felt. 

Collective Consciousness  
We all have all of the archetypal patterns

whether we are male or female. Some we are
aware of and others operate unconsciously.
The Swiss psychoanalyst, Carl Jung, de-
scribed what he called the collective con-
sciousness of humanity, which acts like a
vast reservoir of largely unconscious material
and is the source and wellspring of arche-
types. 

Jung warned that suppressed or repressed
archetypes in the collective psyche of hu-
manity do not disappear. Instead they go un-
derground and emerge in dreams, night-
mares or even dysfunctional or dangerous
complexes. Claiming the “missing myths”
from the archetypal realms can help hu-
manity attain psychological wholeness. Our
ability to see the shadow side of unacknowl-
edged archetypes is profoundly healing on an
individual and group level.

Although astrology charts can get
crowded with all the discoveries which keep
popping up in the solar system, using discre-
tion and intuition can add a rich pallet of
symbolic language which yields a depth of
understanding not available with a smaller
array of planetary deities.

CROSS OF THOTH
Crichton Miller interviewed by Philip
Gardiner

Has Chrichton Miller added a new dimen-
sion to our historical paradigm, while pro-
viding mankind with the one perfect tool for
survival if the predicted (by some) world-
wide destruction actually takes place?  There
are some who argue that it might be so. As
they see it Miller’s “discovery” could be the
“greatest historical and spiritual discovery of
modern times.”  

Basically Miller’s claim is this: the fa-
miliar Celtic cross (not a religious icon but
rather a scientific instrument) was a mathe-
matical measuring instrument, created mil-
lennia ago, that allowed any observer with
sufficient knowledge to find one’s geograph-
ical position anywhere in the world. This
working cross remains today an instrument
that can be used for remarkably accurate
navigation, astronomy and surveying. In No-
vember 2000, Miller was awarded a British
patent on the instrument, after proving that
it actually works and that it is fully capable of
achieving all the functions that he claims for
it.   

Miller has since gone on to research the
cross as an ancient tool of navigation
throughout history and has discovered that
there are actual artifacts of this instrument
in the Great Pyramid at Giza. Thus, he
argues, proving that pyramids all over the
world depend for their existence on the cross
and therefore that the cross is older than the
pyramids. Miller’s impressive research shows
how the ancient Egyptian knowledge was de-
rived from the skills of an even more ancient
seafaring people that crossed the Atlantic and
other oceans of the world long before Chris-
topher Columbus. Having made an investiga-
tive voyage from the pre-Ice Age peoples to
the Freemasons of the present day, he uncov-
ered the mysterious and often tragic past of
the real cross.

He ex-
plains the meaning of the Serpent, the
Number of the Beast, the Vine of Life, how
astrology and the zodiac were invented and
how the ancients used this knowledge to
prophesy the future and understand the very

nature of time itself. They recognized the
power of the sun as the real source of global
warming. There is little doubt that our an-
cestors accessed wisdom and knowledge that
today we barely understand. 

It has taken Miller a lifetime, he says, to

unearth his remarkable revelations plus four
years of constant work and research to pro-
duce his book, which has now led to this
DVD interview.  According to Miller, “This
discovery is a gift that I feel destined to pass
on to my fellowman. The time for holding se-
crets has passed. In our confused and dan-
gerous world of fear, separation from nature
and spiritual poverty, it is time to get back to
basics. The basics are still to be found in our
past, and I have the honor of passing on one
of these original ancestral archetypes.... The
cross should be completely understood by as
many as possible, for it was the foundation of
the very roots of ancient civilization, wisdom
and understanding.”        

A qualified navigator and inventor with a
life-long interest in ancient history and relig-
ions, Miller has been published in several
magazines (including this one) and periodi-
cals, as well as many world-wide web sites,
and has been interviewed on television and
radio. Not unexpectedly, though, main-
stream archaeologists, historians and scien-
tists seem to be ignoring his discovery (not
that he hasn’t tried to communicate with
them).

On the other hand, writer Philip Gardiner
had this to say, “Crichton Miller is a man on
a mission—far more important than the Vic-
torian search for the source of the Nile or
the 60s race for space.

“And so, what to do, where to go, to
whom do we turn?  What will you hide away
in your secure dug-out?  Will you hoard
tinned food and a tin opener? Or bottled
water?

How will you hunt for food then?  Should
you carry a gun?  And where will you get the
bullets when all the shops have been re-
moved by that passing ice-flow?

Now the files
have been decontaminated and will be
scanned onto the MOD web site over the next
few months. These 24 files are the tip of the
iceberg. To date, the MOD has received over
10,000 UFO reports and a case file on a sig-
nificant incident can consist of over 100 sep-
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only UFO encounter he and his family would
ever have.

arate documents. The MOD would dearly
love to release all its UFO files, as the French
have done, not least because of the burden of
responding to requests on the subject. (The
MOD receives more Freedom of Information
Act requests on UFOs than on any other sub-
ject.) The complicating factor is the Data
Protection Act. No per-
sonal information con-
cerning witnesses can be
released, so every page of
every file has to be
checked and redacted to
remove any such data. It’s
a massive job, and full dis-
closure is probably years
away. Nonetheless, I
greatly welcome this
latest development, which
should provoke further
interest in the UFO phe-
nomenon and which rein-
forces MOD’s commit-
ment to freedom of
information and open
government.” 

This DVD is another
one-on-one, with two
people sitting in a room,
staring at each other.
However, in typical Re-
ality Entertainment style,
there are additional mon-
tages and quirky music to
lend interest.  It seems
that Pope is allowed to
come to grips with his
own thoughts and beliefs,
though I don’t believe
there isn’t much new to
avid UFO buffs.

space and time. His research
resulted in a Unification Theory
with implications in theoretical
physics, cosmology, quantum
mechanics, biology, chemistry,
archaeology and anthropology. 

Decades ago, as a free-
spirited young man who had es-
caped the confines of formal
schooling, Nassim Haramein
made his living as a ski in-
structor. Since he also relished
mountain climbing, his early
ponderings about the structure
of space-time took place while
out in nature. He realized that if he wanted
to know if nature is being directed by it, he
should be able to see signs of that structure
while observing nature.

Up in the mountains, therefore, he peered
closely at snow crystals and crystals in the
rocks, looked at the way tree branches divide,
thought about many aspects of the natural
world and concluded that universal forces
continually repeat patterns. The dividing of
the vacuum seems to always generate the
same fundamental specific geometry.

This review can’t do justice to the step-
by-step logic of his story as told in Crossing
the Event Horizon. I’ll just give snapshots.
For instance, looking at the proliferation of
spheres in nature and knowing that the
sphere is the most unstable shape, he wanted
to know what’s inside—the geometry that
holds the sphere together. On the outside, he
says, the sphere is an event horizon, the
boundary from which things radiate. The
inner structure holding a sphere that divides
the vacuum must be in perfect equilibrium,
he realized. We would think there’s nothing
there, just a vacuum.

His logic quickly led to the tetrahedron,
but there were many more puzzles to be
solved before he reached the answer about a
further geometric structure which meets all
the requirements of his search—endlessly
uniting the finite with the infinite and ex-
tremely small with extremely large objects. 

As if confirming that he was right to
begin his odyssey, in a small ski-town library
Peter Tompkins’ book Mystery of the Mex-
ican Pyramids fell into Haramein’s hands
and opened to a certain graphic of a tetrahe-
dron inside a sphere. This incident was one
of the small but encouraging steps in Ha-
ramein’s twenty years of investigation—from
micro to macro—in diverse fields such as ad-
vanced physics, ancient civilizations, crop
circles, cosmology and biology as well as phi-
losophy and consciousness studies.  

He proposes that instead of looking for
fundamental particles, scientists should start
looking for a fundamental principle of divi-
sion, a fundamental pattern of creation. If we
understand the pattern, the principle behind
everything, Haramein says, we have the key

to creation. He concludes that the under-
lying geometry is the key.

His questioning led to the realization
that if our universe is expanding, there must
be something contracting, some compres-

sion before expansion. After
years of concentrated study and
breakthrough thinking he can
explain the process scientif-
ically. It apparently works for
all size scales. Animations on
his DVDs illustrate an informa-
tion feedback loop between
rhythmic contraction and ex-
pansion, the radiated side and
the contracted side of universal
structures. It seems we’re
looking at a new field of
physics, yet one partially pre-
dicted by visionaries such as
the late Walter Russell.

Distinguished physicist Elizabeth Raus-
cher was skeptical about Haramein’s con-
cepts when they first met, but eventually
found that the mathematics worked out.
This led her to co-author a scientific paper
with him. The collaboration led to further
insights on the fractal structuring of the uni-
verse. They graphed sizes and resonant fre-
quencies of objects, from the smallest known
object to the largest, and found a linear pro-
gression on the graph. In other words, there
is universal patterning. Our own living cells
are at the point where the micro and macro
join. Haramein sees empowering implica-
tions in such data. 

“The biological resolution is the link be-
tween the large and the small. You are the
event horizon. Instead of seeing yourself as
an insignificant little dot that means nothing
to the universe, you begin to see yourself as
the center…Everyone else is the center of
their universe as well…And we are all one.” 

Haramein’s journey led him to closely
study esoteric writings and the Christian
bible. He concluded that the Old Testament
and New Testament can come together just
like the divisions of physics can be united.
He believes that the Old Testament contains
references to beings who mastered very ad-
vanced technology and the New Testament
deals with the level of mastery of spiritual
principles which humankind must reach in
order to have this level of technology. The
goal is a civilization that has reached levels
of mastery in which people have equilibrium
between their internal world and their ex-
ternal world. They are knowingly in contact
with the universe, even within their physical
existence, which is made of subatomic mini-
black holes connecting all things together.

His message to the world isn’t just about
the hidden geometry of space and how we
could have a more technologically advanced
civilization in harmony with nature’s ways.
It’s about a deeper understanding of our ex-
perience and our existence. 

As he understands it, this is the crucial
time to transcend our way of doing things, in
order to survive changes coming to our solar
system—and to move to the next level of in-
teractions among living beings.

Geller succeeded, not only would it have cost
Randi the prize, but it would’ve destroyed his
credibility and the very basis of his wealth,
which is gained from peddling his books,
multimedia and live appearances all over the
world. Black magic to protect rational mate-
rialism? How ironic. How hypocritical, too.  

Of course, this is the same group that
threw Velikovsky to the wolves at the special
A.A.A.S. (American Association for the Ad-
vancement of Science) meeting in 1976 os-
tensibly to review his theories, but, in fact, to
ambush him. They would also have us be-
lieve that the intelligence officer at Roswell
Army Air Force Base, then Major Jesse
Marcel, in the only nuclear strike formation
in the world (the 509th Composite Group)
was such an incompetent boob that he not
only didn’t know a radiosonde and its radar
reflectors when he saw them, but ascribed to
them utterly impossible material properties,
and would have us believe that the Roswell
Crash story of 1947 is really all about para-
chute equipped dummies thrown out of Sky-
hook balloons in the 1950s.

For a remarkable discussion of “skeptics”
and a discussion of what makes them tick,
read retired lawyer of the Supreme Court of
New South Wales and the High Court of Aus-
tralia turned afterlife researcher Victor
Zammit’s articles (http://www.victorzammit.
com/skeptics/index.html). Zammit names
names, cites other unanswered challenges,
describes totally rigged tests set up by the
“skeptics”—so structured as to not only be
unwinnable, but are in fact judged by the
“skeptics” themselves.

Nor does Zammit ignore the vexed issue
in psi research of the experimenter effect. He
does this by considering not only what Mi-
chael Cremo calls the “knowledge filter,” and
goes on to the impact “out there” ideas have
on the “skeptics,” not just in terms of threats
to their deeply entrenched belief systems, but
to a host of considerations utterly disquali-
fying them from any possibility of  being un-
biased observers and empiricists. (http://
www.victorzammit.com/articles/
experimentereffect.html)

Dr. Penman’s World Goes Tilt! 
Fortunately for us, Dr. Penman is a

proper skeptic who can and will change be-
liefs and theories to conform with the
evidence.

Just as well, seeing as how he suffered a
reality tunnel collapse and wound up unex-
pectedly exploring a gigantic metaphorical
cavern system. The story, “Psychic Versus
Skeptic” ran in the Daily Mail and is avail-
able online (www.newsmonster.co.uk/
content/view/133/72/).

Penman describes how “Psychic Sally”
produced one bombshell item after another
with no attempt whatsoever to draw him out
with leading questions permitting ambig-
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uous answers later. Mincing no words, she
told him “You’re going to Greece.”  He’d de-
cided a few day prior to go on holiday in
Crete. When shown a picture of Penman’s
girlfriend, Sally told him that the girlfriend
would be moving to either Oxford or Bristol.
As it happens, the month prior, she’d ac-
cepted a position as college lecturer in
Bristol. Where things went way out, though,
was when he was told details of an utterly
private family feud—no public records of any
kind—concerning a clash of wills over
whether his mother got to keep her own
name or would adopt her husband’s upon
marriage. Moreover, he got to have a chat
with his dead grandfather, specifically identi-
fied with his family name which wasn’t the
same as his birth certificate, and by his dead
mother, who approved of and advised him re-
garding his current girlfriend and warned
him to avoid the previous one.

At this point, Penman had a very strong
reaction—fear.  As he put it, “I suddenly re-
membered all of my ‘sins’ and expected in-
stant divine retribution.” He rallied, though,
and reverted to his normal empiricist mode:
“Despite this, I decided to accept a para-
normal explanation for Sally’s powers only
after ruling out all conventional ones.”

Penman carefully checked all available
records and quickly concluded that while
there was some material available which a
determined and lucky searcher might un-
earth, most of what he was told had no
source whatsoever available to Sally. Thus,

she’d either plucked it from his mind or had
gotten it through psychic and/or medium-
istic means.  

The plucking possibility which especially
concerned him was covert hypnotism. To see
whether she’d laid the whammy on him as
part of her method, he sent in two covert
testers wearing wires. In neither case did he
find even a whiff of hypnotism. What he and

his total of three covert testers did find is
that Psychic Sally produced “at least some
amazing insights that defied rational expla-
nation.”  She didn’t get everything right, but
she did come up with items such as the pre-
viously unknown to the client location and
nature of a girl’s brutal murder, a description
of not just one person’s house, but the name
and story of the ghost haunting it, another’s
respiratory issues (annual throat problem),
as well as such things about warning of ex-
cessive caregiving to alcoholics and
emerging introvertedness in one person’s
son.

Assessing the Experiences
Rather than simply falling back on his

scientifically trained cynicism, Dr. Penman is
not only open to the possibility that she’s
what she claims to be but argues that (wait
for it) “there are possible explanations from
within the world (of) science.”  He goes on to
say: “Strange as it may seem, in scientific
principle at least, time can theoretically flow
forwards and backwards.”  Thus, Sally could
be remembering events yet to occur on our
time branch. If this is unclear, then please
watch the Back to the Future films.  

He is also open to the possibility of life
after death, reasoning that “our minds may
reside in energy fields generated by our
brains,” thus creating the possibility of an
imprint’s being created on that energy ma-
trix, an imprint detectable and readable by
those with special gifts or extensive training. 
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SEEING THE FUTURE

When it comes to what to do with this sci-
entifically inconvenient and awkward set of
phenomena, Dr. Penman rises to the
challenge.

“Above all, the fact that we cannot under-
stand how psychics such as Sally operate
does not mean they are not genuine...I have
come to the conclusion that only the foolish
mock that which they cannot comprehend.”
This, then, is the man whose own remarkable
experiences inform his RedOrbitNEWS ar-
ticle “Many Scientists are Convinced that
Man Can See the Future” (www.redorbit.
com/modules/news/tools.php?tool=print&id
=925987).

The Apparent Scientific Basis for
Seeing the Future

No, your eyes aren’t deceiving you. A rig-
orous, repeatable experiment has been de-
vised and run enough times, by enough cred-
ible scientific researchers, to show that most
people can foresee the future to at least a lim-
ited degree.

You’d think that if someone randomly
showed showed you images of various sorts
of extremes, there’d be no way for you to an-
ticipate what was coming next, let alone react
to it in advance, but that’s exactly what the
work by Dean Radin found. Some will know
Radin for his work on identifying negentropic

(antirandom) changes in re-
sponse to large scale societal
trauma (9/11, Di’s death,
etc.) to the networked True
Random Number Genera-
tors which make up the
Global Consciousness Pro-
ject. Time and again, and at
way beyond random chance,
people being tested
somehow correctly not only
anticipated the upcoming
image, but reacted to it be-
fore it ever appeared.  

This so intrigued the
Nobel Prize winning
chemist Dr. Karry Mullis that he offered up
himself as test subject. Mullis characterized
the experience as “spooky” because he could
see “about three seconds into the future.”
When a Nobel laureate speaks on scientific
matters, this tends to get the attention of
fellow scientists—at “little” establishments
such as the University of Edinburgh and Cor-
nell. Related discoveries were not long in
appearing.

Researchers discovered that gamblers re-
acted to the cards they got before seeing
them, that people afraid of certain animals
had fear reactions before seeing as much as a
single image. Others found evidence in the
stories of precognitive events by people who
decided not to fly on the planes hijacked on
9/11, soldiers who knew they would come
through unscathed when they had no such

rational expectation, the
more well-known cases of
soldiers who knew before a
mission or battle that their
time was up the next day,
even the little girl who
dreamed that her Aberfan
school was gone (116 stu-
dents and 5 teachers killed
the next day by a huge coal
waste avalanche) and that
everything was black.  

Professor Dick Bierman
is a psychologist at the Uni-
versity of Amsterdam took
Radin’s simple experiment

into realms where facial expressions and ex-
ternal actions were of no concern what-
soever. He carefully monitored not merely
brain activity, but what parts of the brain
were excited, and in what order, right before
the images were shown. In 20 expensive,
complicated trials, conducted over a period
of weeks, he confirmed Radin’s work and that
of others to such a level that he bluntly
stated “We’re satisfied that people can sense
the future before it happens” and thereupon
shifted his investigational focus to deter-
mining “what kind of person is particularly
good at it.”

According to Nobel laureate, Cambridge
physicist Dr. Brian Josephson, “So far, the
evidence seems compelling.  What seems to
be happening is that information is coming
from the future.”

sociate of Prior at the time. Naples, inciden-
tally, sings the vocal tracks on the only
album of music actually recorded beneath
the cubes of the chapel, “The Roseline Con-
nection,” the title of which relates to the
Scottish leyline, subsequently made much of
in Dan Brown’s blockbuster.

And then there is Brian Allan, author of
the book Rosslyn: Between Two Worlds,
who has also investigated the cubes/
music connection. In a Feb. 8, 2006 ar-
ticle on the SacredFems blog, attributed
to an earlier article in the London
Sunday Herald, Allan says, “I think the
true secret is not the musical score. I
think what the cubes represent is some-
thing called the devil’s chord, which is in
fact an augmented fourth.” A low-
frequency sound in the range of 80 to
110 hertz, the devil’s chord was outlawed
by the Catholic church in the middle
ages under the belief that those exposed
to the chord would begin to enter altered
states of consciousness. Allan believes
that Rosslyn’s architect, William St.
Clair, might have “felt an antipathy to
the church which he couldn’t express
openly—hence he might have done this
in a manner that wouldn’t have been
detected.”

In a subsequent Scotsman article,
“Tune into the Da Vinci Coda,” a careful
reading makes it obvious that Stuart
Mitchell was presented with Allan’s
theory, although Allan is not mentioned
within the body of the article, giving the
article a bit of a disconnect that most
readers would not notice, but offering
Mitchell the opportunity to say that “In
the ceiling is this jump of an augmented
fourth, in fact [the music] opens up with an
augmented fourth.”

The Mitchells’ first Eureka moment on
their path of discovery came when Tommy
recognized that the patterns on the cubes
were strikingly similar to patterns discovered
by German physicist Ernst Chladni in the
second half of the eighteenth century. The
Mitchells then hypothesize that Chladni’s
patterns must have already been known by
the fifteenth century and, on the basis of the
layout of the 13 distinctly different patterns
on 213 cubes, with only two cubes missing,
are able to reconstruct the melody that has
been hidden there for over 500 years.

In the spring of 2002 I attended an ex-
hibit at Edinburgh’s National Galleries of
Scotland titled “Rosslyn: Country of Painter
and Poet,” and purchased the exhibit’s hand-
somely printed program. On page 51 are two
remarkable lithographs by Samuel Dukin-
field Swarbreck, which show that in 1837
there were many more than just two cubes
missing, throwing into doubt the 15th-
century origin of the Mitchells’ composition
if it was based on the layout we now see at

Rosslyn.
More intriguingly the Mitchells’ second

Eureka moment came when they discovered
what they have dubbed the “Stave Angel.”
Mark Naples, in the description of his 2001
layout, cautiously suggests that this partic-
ular angel may be holding a “zimbala or
portable organ.”

The Mitchells are not so cautious. This
angel, they say, is holding a stave of music,
and is pointing to notes on the stave that ex-
actly correspond with the Chladni patterns
shown on the first three cubes above the
angel’s head and, astonishingly, that these
three notes account “for 70 percent of the

entire cube sequence.”
A close inspection of one of the Swar-

breck lithographs shows that in 1837 the
cubes above that angel were already missing
and, indeed, the balance of the arched rib
was also missing. Additionally, the shadow
next to the angel’s right hand indicates that
the hands Swarbreck depicted were not
holding a musical stave but were, in fact,
raised above an instrument being played on
the angel’s lap.

The restoration of the interior of Rosslyn
Chapel finally got under way in 1861, a
quarter-century later, under the direction of
architect David Bryce.

Are we now to believe that Bryce had a re-
producible example of every cube that had
been broken off in the four centuries since
the chapel had been built, including the
three that account “for 70 percent of the en-
tire cube sequence,” as well as a schematic
that enabled him to re-create the original
layout planned in 1446, so that the Mitchells
could announce the cracking of the hidden
code in 2005?

There are those who will certainly bring
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 Mark Naples' simple drawing

 The Mitchells' dressed up version

that argument to the table, and point to the
fact that Bryce was a Freemason to whom
such knowledge could certainly have been
imparted by his St. Clair employer. There are
also those who will argue that Bryce, because
he was a Freemason, might have played a
little fast and loose in his restoration,
making changes to the architectural fabric of
the chapel that would eventually connect its
iconography to occult knowledge, and tie the
relatively modern Freemasons to the med-
ieval Knights Templar in ways that the
chapel’s founder had never intended.

I am happy to let both sides duke that de-
bate out, and am satisfied to say just this:

Rosslyn Chapel, in my studied
opinion, continues to be a place of great
mystery that has yet to give up its secrets
in any way that transcends speculation—
including my own. There is a preponder-
ance of oddness about the place that
make it one of the most mysterious on
earth, not the least of which is the impor-
tance of the chapel’s geographical loca-
tion, elegantly described in Scott
Creighton’s recent book, The Giza Or-
acle,  and in my previous articles about
the chapel.

The above would imply to many ob-
servers, that—contrary to what he says
in the Oct. 1, 2005, Scotsman article—
Stuart Mitchell may not, after all, have
photographed the Rosslyn Cubes himself.
Moreover, one may be forgiven for sus-
pecting, that, in fact, those photos were
actually downloaded from Mark Naples’
web site for use in Mitchell’s YouTube
video, “The Stave Angel,” which shows
images of only 11 of the 13 patterns. It is
important to note that in Mitchell’s video
only 11 patterns are shown.

The evidence also suggests that
Mitchell may very well have utilized Na-
ples’ 2001 layout of the cubes. As the ac-
companying screenshot shows, it appears
that Naples’ simple freehand drawing has

merely been dressed up for web site presenta-
tion, albeit without giving credit to the
source. Although it appears that, in the prob-
able rush to publish, several mistakes were
made, possibly the most suspicious could be
this: Naples’ misspelling of the word “Altar”
is also included.

Finally, on Stephen Prior’s now defunct
web site there was an article titled “The
Rosslyn Chapel Cubes Quest,” which pre-
sented, at some considerable length the pos-
sible connection between the cubes and the
Chladni phenomenon. That article has also
been archived on Naples’ web site since
Prior’s death in 2003. 

There’s an old saw that says “a lie can be
half way around the world before the truth
has got its boots on.” Of the only words
carved within the chapel, taken from the Old
Testament Book of Ezra, the last three might
rather mitigate the idea that any falsehood
about the chapel can long survive: “Truth
Conquers All.”

circus of spectacular guesswork to account
for the planet’s “periodic deep-freeze events.”
Cruel and unusual are the catastrophic theo-
ries—asteroids or comets smashing into the
planet, their “dust” obscuring the sun—
theories which totally ignore the “very reg-
ular” changes of climate zones. Space junk
bombarding the poor earth has been trotted
out to explain everything from ice ages to the
moving continents to the massive “K-T” ex-
tinctions (at the end of the Cretaceous).
Other well-imagined explanations for ice
ages:—Cosmic rays (a Danish theory) may ef-
fect cloud cover—continents may change
their altitude (going up!). Too few green-
house gases may cause the temperature to
drop (Asimov). Or stoppage of igneous ac-
tivity may be the culprit (Agassiz). Or ocean
temperatures.  Or volcanoes.  Or…

“The concept of the ice ages has no expla-
nation itself.” – Immanuel Velikovsky

With open season on the cause of the pu-
tative ice ages, the science cabal threw in and
found a respectable cause: plate tectonics.
Such luminaries as Sir George Darwin
(Charles’ son) and Lord Kelvin were part of
the stimulating debate on earth’s crust and

the displacement of continents. But the
wanton play of tectonic slippage proved to be
shaky ground, incapable also of explaining
the regular migration of the poles. Then,
after pole shift was confirmed in the 1950s,
theorists cottoned to axial explanations for
ice ages, giving us to understand that
“wobble” caused great ice sheets to spread

from the poles. The deficiencies of axial
wobble next relented to orbital theories es-
pousing the ability  of “orbital variations [to]
control the growth and decay of ice sheets.”  

But none of the above could account for
the Australian pole, the Indian pole, the
South American pole, the South African pole,
or the Saharan pole, discovered by 20th-

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century geophysicists.
The only hope of unraveling these mys-

teries of the earth, these creeping continents,
lay in the new science of Pole Shifts. Re-
versed polarity. Magnetic “flips.” “When
north becomes south.” Our planetary somer-
sault.  The first leader of the IGY South Pole
Station, Dr. Paul Siple, sought to explain the
shifting of the poles by “a certain oscillation
of the earth itself.” Yes! Why do the different
regions of the earth take turns being icy? Be-
cause each must traverse the magnetic poles
in due course, according to the law of oscilla-
tion. 

Position, they say, is everything in life.
Determine the shifting position of each cli-
mate zone with respect to the magnetic pole,
and you are on the way to unriddling many a
climatological puzzle.

“The permanence of the geographical
poles in the very same regions of the earth
cannot be incontestably established.”—
Schiaparelli

In the generation following the great
Schiaparelli, the Austrian meteorol-
ogist, Julius Hahn, would de-
clare, “Earth’s axis of rota-
tion has not always had the
same position.” It is this
gentle oscillation—and
not some apocalyptic,
Chicken Little sce-
nario—that gives us, in
time, magnetic
reversals.

“…every portion of
the earth hath been to
the…north and to the
south.  Which is proven in
the rocks and boulders…of the
earth.”   

These are rocks and boulders of peculiar
“inverted polarity” that zig when they should
zag, i.e., magnetite, hematite, and other fos-
sils whose grains retain the direction of the
earth’s field at the time they were formed.
Lining up like tiny compass needles, these si-
lent record-keepers have proven that “during
the Tertiary, the north and south geomag-
netic poles reversed places several times….
In other words, the planet has rolled about.”  

Far from the doomsday spin on pole
shifts, reversed polarity is a natural mecha-
nism that allows the earth its counterpoise,
preventing top-heavy icecaps from de-
forming, imbalancing its globular shape.  Yet
science is at a loss to explain magnetic rever-
sals. “No good explanations.”  “Stubbornly
inexplicable.”  “We just don’t know.”

But what is this blithe confession of ig-
norance, if not the obstructionist rule of
hidebound science?

Most recently, residents in the high arctic
have been reporting an earlier sunrise, more
daylight, and winter-dark ending earlier
(April sunlight in February). Ignoring these
obvious signs of a different orientation of the
far north, spokesmen conjure instead the
bending of light rays, supposedly producing
an optical illusion of sunrise!

But the only “bending” here is the
bowing to doctrine and dogma, and twisting

of solid evidence. 
Remove the blinders, and a simple fact

remains: the continents refuse to stay put!
Why was north Asia once green and tem-
perate, the Gobi Desert a “springtime para-
dise”? Why was Europe covered in tropical
vegetation and Iceland tepid and arable? Why
were Alaska and Canada at the equator in the
Triassic? What are ancient forests doing
under the Arctic? Icesheets in South Africa?
Frigid temperatures in Caribbean cores?

Perfectly aware of the perpetual inter-
change of climate belts, analysts readily de-
scribe them as “marching up and down the
continents like so many armies surging back
and forth in battle…” But not because of
“advancing” or “retreating” glaciers. And not
because of any violent temperature change.
Never a sudden jump or backward step or
cruel turnaround for clement earth who
calmly provides diversification for her chil-
dren —the continents. 

Before we use the term “global”—
whether for ice or warming—let us consider

the facts that glaciologists them-
selves hand us: Siberia, for ex-

ample, was ice-free at the
time that places like Mis-
souri and Ohio were cov-
ered in ice. Regional ice
only.  Remember the
discordant figures
(above) for the end of
the last “Ice Age”?
(ranging from 1,000 to
40,000 years ago) Again,

discrepancies merely re-
flect regional differences,

whispering also that ice is
never global, never universal,

never an “age.” One of the most
remarkable proofs of this fact (i.e., regional
ice only) comes to us in the form of ancient
artwork (ca. 20,000 bp) clearly depicting the
co-existence of—man and dinosaur, the
latter allegedly extinct for 65 million years!
Only regional differences in temperature
could allow “dinosaurs to live…until much
more recent times [here in South America]
than in the rest of the world.” A word on ex-
tinctions: If ice ages were a reality, wouldn’t
you expect them to be the cause of the major
species kills? Not according to Geologic
Time, which places the die-offs at the boun-
daries of the eras—Paleozoic, Mesozoic,
etc.—then leaving the cause of extinction
open to speculation. Official versions not-
withstanding, the so-called ice ages would
have killed off not only lots of animals but
also the early hominids—man’s naked “an-
cestor”!

Mankind, having conquered so many of
Nature’s vagaries, now finds himself poised
for some kind of final battle with—climate.
And we wonder—why should global
warming be such a “hot” issue if the next ice
age is “long overdue”?

But don’t sweat it; no one on this aging
and cooling planet should lose sleep over
global warming or ice ages.

Because it is humbug.
And because—shift happens. 
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DARWIN

Origin of Species in 1859, it was already
known that existing species can change over
time. This is the basis of artificial breeding,
which had been practiced for thousands of
years. Darwin and his contemporaries were
also familiar enough with the fossil record to
know that major changes in living things had
occurred over geological time. Darwin’s
theory was that a process analogous to artifi-
cial breeding also occurs in nature; he called
that process natural selection. Darwin’s
theory was also that changes in existing spe-
cies due primarily to natural selection could,
if given enough time, produce the major
changes we see in the fossil record. 

After Darwin, the first phenomenon
(changes within an existing species or gene
pool) was named “microevolu-
tion.” There is abundant evidence
that changes can occur within ex-
isting species, both domestic and
wild, so microevolution is uncon-
troversial. The second phenom-
enon (large-scale changes over
geological time) was named
“macroevolution,” and Darwin’s
theory that the processes of the
former can account for the latter
was controversial right from the
start. Many biologists during and
after Darwin’s lifetime have ques-
tioned whether the natural coun-
terpart of domestic breeding
could do what domestic breeding
has never done—namely, produce
new species, organs, and body
plans. In the first few decades of
the twentieth century, skepticism over this
aspect of evolution was so strong that
Darwin’s theory went into eclipse.

In the 1930s, “neo-Darwinists” proposed
that genetic mutations (of which Darwin was
unaware) could solve the problem. Although
the vast majority of mutations are harmful
(and thus cannot be favored by natural selec-
tion), in rare instances one may benefit an
organism. For example, genetic mutations
account for some cases of antibiotic resis-
tance in bacteria; if an organism is in the
presence of the antibiotic, such a mutation is
beneficial. All known beneficial mutations,
however, affect only an organism’s biochem-
istry; Darwinian evolution requires large-
scale changes in morphology, or anatomy.
Midway through the twentieth century, some
Darwinian geneticists suggested that occa-
sional “macromutations” might produce the
large-scale morphological changes needed by
Darwin’s theory. Unfortunately, all known
morphological mutations are harmful, and
the larger their effects the more harmful they
are. Scientific critics of macromutations took
to calling this the “hopeful monster”
hypothesis.

The scientific controversy over whether
processes observable within existing species

and gene pools (microevolution) can account
for large-scale changes over geological time
(macroevolution) continues to this day.
Since the controversy over microevolution
and macroevolution is at the heart of
Darwin’s theory, and since evolutionary
theory is so influential in modern biology, it
is a disservice to students for biology cur-
ricula to ignore the controversy entirely.
Furthermore, since the scientific evidence
needed to settle the controversy is still
lacking, it is inaccurate to give students the
impression that the controversy has been re-
solved and that all scientists have reached a
consensus on the issue.

The Scientific Controversy over the
Cambrian Explosion 

Darwin called his theory “descent with
modification.”  The phrase reflected Darwin’s
belief that all organisms are modified de-
scendants of a common ancestor that lived
in the distant past. The only illustration in

Darwin’s book The Origin of Species shows
the “tree of life” pattern one would expect to
find in the fossil record if his theory were
true. The common ancestor would come
first, as a single species at the base of the
tree. Minor differences among individuals
would appear first, and these differences
would eventually increase until one species
had become two or more. Differences among
species would then grow until some species
became so different they would be classed as
separate genera; genera would diverge to be-
come separate families, families would di-
verge to become separate orders, and so on.
Eventually differences would become so
great that where there had originally been
one major division or “phylum,” there would
now be two. Today there are several dozen
animal phyla. The major ones include the
nematodes (roundworms), annelids (earth-
worms and leeches), mollusks (clams and
snails), arthropods (lobsters and insects),
echinoderms (starfish and sea urchins) and
chordates (fishes and mammals). 

If Darwin’s theory were true, then a long
accumulation of minor differences must
have preceded the major differences we now
see among the animal phyla. As Darwin him-
self wrote, before the different phyla ap-

peared there must have been “vast periods”
during which “the world swarmed with living
creatures.” In the fossil record, however,
most of the major animal phyla appear fully
formed at the beginning of the geological pe-
riod known as the Cambrian, with no fossil
evidence that they branched off from a
common ancestor. Darwin was aware of this,
acknowledging in The Origin of Species that
“several of the main divisions of the animal
kingdom suddenly appear in the lowest
known fossiliferous rocks.” He called this a
“serious” problem which “at present must re-
main inexplicable; and may be truly urged as
a valid argument against the views here en-
tertained.” 

Darwin remained convinced that his
theory was true, however. He speculated that
ancestors of the different phyla had not been
found because the fossil record was imper-
fect. If, as it seemed, rocks before the Cam-
brian had been deformed by heat and pres-
sure, or eroded away, then fossil ancestors

might never be found. He ac-
knowledged, though, that he
really had “no satisfactory an-
swer” to the problem.   

Subsequent fossil collecting,
however, has yielded many fossils
of organisms that lived before the
Cambrian. Fossil beds in Canada
(the Burgess shale) and China
(the Chengjiang fauna) have also
yielded much richer collections
of Cambrian fossils than were
available to Darwin and his con-
temporaries. Reviewing the evi-
dence in 1991, Berkeley paleon-
tologist James Valentine and his
colleagues noted: “During the
past 40 years, rocks older than
what had now been considered to
be the base of the Cambrian have

indeed yielded fossils that now permit much
more detailed assessments of early metazoan
[i.e., multicellular animal] evolution.”

What significance does the Cambrian ex-
plosion have for evaluating Darwin’s theory
that all animals are modified descendants of
a common ancestor? As we have seen,
Darwin himself considered it a serious
problem. Although Darwin’s theory predicts
that animal evolution should proceed from
the “bottom up,” with the largest differences
emerging last, James Valentine and his col-
leagues wrote in 1991 that the pattern of the
Cambrian explosion “creates the impression
that metazoan evolution has by and large
proceeded from the ‘top down’.”

Since the abruptness and extensiveness of
the Cambrian explosion are so well docu-
mented, there is no excuse for a biology text-
book to deal with the animal fossil record
without even mentioning it. Furthermore,
since some biologists maintain that the Cam-
brian explosion presents a challenge—or at
least a “paradox”—for one of the funda-
mental tenets of Darwin’s theory, any biology
textbook that doesn’t discuss that challenge
fails to provide students with the resources
to think critically about the most widely
taught scientific explanation for evolution.

Most recently the heart of the program, the
Ionospheric Research Instrument (IRI), was
completed by one of the world’s largest de-
fense contractors working under the direc-
tion of the Defense Advanced Research Pro-
jects Agency (DARPA), a top research and
development (R&D) organization for the
DoD. DARPA manages and directs selected
basic and applied R&D projects for the DoD
pursuing research and technology “where
risk and payoff are both very high and where
success may provide dramatic advances for
traditional military roles and missions.” 

Under construction since 1990, the
HAARP IRI is a field of antennas on the
ground in southeastern Alaska. The fa-
cility was probably completed late in
2005 with the announcement of same
added to the DARPA web site in March of
2006. It is now the world’s largest radio
frequency (RF) broadcaster, with an ef-
fective radiated power of 3.6 million
watts—over 72,000 times more powerful
than the largest single AM radio station
in the United States (50,000 watts). The
IRI uses a unique patented ability to
focus the RF energy generated by the
field, injecting it into a spot at the very
top of the atmosphere in a region called
the ionosphere. This heats the thin at-
mosphere of the ionospheric region by
several thousand degrees. HAARP, then,
is a type of device called an ionospheric
heater. This heating allows scientists to
do a number of things with the iono-
sphere. Controlling and directing the
processes and forces of the ionosphere is
called “ionospheric enhancement.” An
early HAARP document stated: “The
heart of the program will be the development
of a unique ionospheric heating capability to
conduct the pioneering experiments required
to adequately assess the potential for ex-
ploiting ionospheric enhancement tech-
nology for DoD purposes.”

What might those DoD purposes be?
Something about winning wars, eh? How
might those purposes be achieved? What
technologies will be needed to win the wars
of the future? Researchers trying to answer
those questions have come up with a vast
number of possibilities, most bordering on
science fiction. But then again, good science
fiction is about recognizing the problems of
the future, and suggesting solutions to them
before they happen.

On 23 March 1983 President Ronald
Reagan called upon “… the scientific com-
munity in our country, those who gave us
nuclear weapons, to turn their great talents
now to the cause of mankind and world
peace, to give us the means of rendering
these nuclear weapons impotent and obso-
lete.” This quest for the creation of a tech-
nology, of a weapon or weapons system that

would make atomic war impossible was offi-
cially named the Strategic Defense Initiative
(SDI). The press lost no time in dubbing it
Star Wars after the George Lucas movie.

That Initiative sent the United States mil-
itary-industrial-academic complex on the
greatest and costliest weapons hunt in
human history. Thousands of ideas were
floated, hundreds of those were funded.
While much SDI research has since been of-
ficially abandoned, some ideas are still being
actively pursued to this day.

Not all of these ongoing developmental
programs are taking place in laboratories of
the military and its contractors. Some of
these ideas involve technologies or applica-
tions that, as weapons, some argue, violate
international treaties—others, the use of
which might be repugnant to the ethical and
moral values of the majority of Americans.

In an effort to avoid public outcry (and inter-
national condemnation) some of these pro-
grams have been disguised as civilian sci-
ence. One of those may be HAARP.

As Dr. Bernard Eastlund, the putative in-
ventor of HAARP put it: “The boundary be-
tween science fiction and science comes
with: can you actually make the thing that
you’re proposing?”

The APTI patents that HAARP is probably
based on openly discuss manipulating the
weather by moving the jet stream and using
other techniques to create floods and
droughts at will. These patents also describe
a way to raise the ionosphere, sending it out
into space as an electrically charged plasma
capable of destroying anything electronic
(like an incoming ICBM or a spy satellite)
passing through it. HAARP certainly looks
like a ground-based Star Wars weapons
system, a “relic” of the Cold War. But unlike
most such relics this one is up and running
and now fully funded.

Getting back to Dr. MacDonald… Among
the coming “advances” he wrote about were
manipulation or control over the weather

and climate, including destructive use of
ocean waves and melting or destabilizing of
the polar ice caps; intentional ozone deple-
tion; triggering earthquakes; and control of
the human brain by utilizing the earth’s en-
ergy fields. Today the polar ice caps are in-
deed melting and holes in the ozone layer are
growing. Could these be the handiwork of ad-
vanced weapons? What about earthquakes
and mind control? Are we, the private citi-
zens of the world, in the crosshairs of bi-
zarre, unthinkable weapons?

Studies of the effects of natural electro-
magnetic fields on animal and human bi-
ology date to as far back as 1935, and pos-
sibly even earlier. One such study
successfully correlated the occurrences of
solar-generated magnetic storms with in-
creases in the incidence of such things as
deaths from myocardial infarction, mental

hospital admission, and automobile acci-
dents. Russian studies of animals and hu-
mans experimentally exposed to electromag-
netic fields found that such exposures induce
hypermotility (excessive movement; espe-
cially excessive motility of the gastrointes-
tinal tract) and impairment of conditioned
reflexes. These would therefore be of keen in-
terest to the behavioral scientist (mind con-
trollers) as well as to the climatologist. 

Dr. MacDonald commented on the pos-
sible use of the destructive effects of electro-
magnetic fields in the environment on
human health and performance. He said that
weapons systems could be developed that
would increase the intensity of the electro-
magnetic field oscillating in the spherical-
shaped cavity between the earth and the ion-
osphere, and that these weapons could be
used to “seriously impair brain performance
in very large populations in selected regions
over an extended period.”

Could HAARP, or another similar antenna
elsewhere, be the source of North Korea’s
madness? Could Kim Jung Il be a true Man-
churian candidate? And if so, whose?

The HAARP array (U.S. Air Force)
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was the chosen one, and he took him under
his wing. According to Wulf Schwartzwaller
in The Unknown Hitler,  “There can be no
doubt that Eckart …trained Hitler in tech-
niques of self-confidence, self-projection,
persuasive oratory, body language and dis-
cursive sophistry.”  Using these capabilities
Hitler became a powerful speaker, able to
mesmerize and excite vast audiences. He
learned to start his speeches softly, and then
build to a peak of pretended frenzied fervor
accompanied by animated gesticulations. He
also developed a hypnotic power over individ-
uals. Eckart, it is reported, also passed on to
Hitler all of his occult knowledge of ritual
and sexual Black Magic.  According to Trevor
Ravenscroft in The Spear of Destiny re-
garding the practices of the Thule Society,
“indulgence in the most sadistic rituals
awakened penetrating vision into the work-
ings of evil intelligences and bestowed phe-
nomenal magical powers.” 

 At the completion of this training, Hitler
claimed to be “born anew” filled with new
strength and the resolve he would need to
carry out his “mandate.”  Eckhart died three
years later in 1923, and reportedly said on his
deathbed, “Follow Hitler. He will dance, but
it is I who have called the tune! I have ini-

tiated him into the ‘Secret Doctrine;’ opened
his centers of vision and given him the
means to communicate with the powers. Do
not mourn for me: I shall have influenced
history more than any German.” The fol-
lowing year, Hitler dedicated the second
volume of his book, Mein Kampf (My
Struggle), to Eckart. Eckart’s claim that he
had given to Hitler “the means to communi-
cate with the powers” has been interpreted
to mean that Hitler could now solicit advice
from those same entities that Aleister
Crowley referred to as the “secret chiefs,”
since Eckart was basically a disciple of
Crowley. Crowley, who was
sometimes referred to as
the “great beast,” was the
head of the infamous occult
organization, Order of the
Golden Dawn, in London.   

In late 1919, the Thule
Society became more polit-
ical, and was instrumental
in starting the German
Workers’ Party under the
leadership of  Thulist Karl
Harrer. In 1920, this
evolved into the National
Socialist German Workers
Party, or NSDAP, com-
monly known as the Nazi
Party, drawing its member-
ship from the top echelons
of the Thule Society, in-
cluding Rudolf Hess, Hein-

rich Himmler, Alfred Rosenberg and Adolph
Hitler. In The Gods of Eden, William
Bramley says, “…the Thule was a ‘Society of
Assassins’. It held secret courts and con-
demned people to death. It is likely that
many victims murdered by the District Com-
mand had been condemned earlier in the se-
cret courts of the Thule.” The conception of
the swastika flag adopted by the Nazis is at-
tributed to Dr. Freidrich Krohn, a member of
Thule. Thus, according to Crystalinks, “With
the victory of the Nazi Party, the occult tradi-
tion was carried on in the Third Reich.” 

  
A “Green Dragon”
Mentor

But Hitler’s occult
training was not yet com-
plete. After the death of
Eckart, as if on a schedule,
another even more powerful
teacher came into his life.
Karl Haushofer was a 54
year old professor of Polit-
ical Science at Munich Uni-
versity when Hitler entered
jail in 1924. While with
German intelligence in
Japan before the war, Hau-
shofer had been initiated
into the ultra-secret Green
Dragon Society, one of only
three Europeans to have
ever been granted that
honor. There he was taughtThule Society Insignia
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at first, by the time Hitler delivered his final
oration in court, Haushofer, like Eckhart,
was convinced that he had found the savior
of the German people that he had been
seeking. Haushofer subsequently visited
Hitler frequently in his plush cell at the
Landsberg Fortress with books and papers
under his arm, and helped him to write what
became the bible of the Nazi movement,
Mein Kampf, virtually dictating long pas-
sages. Haushofer’s domination of the entire
philosophical basis of the Nazi movement
was solidified when he founded the “Lumi-
nous Lodge” or Vril Society in Berlin in the
20s.  This eventually became the “inner
circle” of the Thule Society, and reportedly
attracted members from other occult move-
ments in Europe, as well as from Tibet,
Japan, India, Kashmir, Turkey and Ceylon.
Its most inspirational book was “The Coming
Race” by  Edward Bulwer-Lytton, a story
about an underground Utopian civilization
where the inhabitants flew around in silent
wingless vehicles, powered by a force called
“vril”—hence the name of the society.  

Haushofer knew a great deal about life on
Atlantis, almost as though through personal
memory. He taught Hitler that the Aryan
race was genetically developed by the “gods”
of Atlantis in preparation for the coming dis-
aster, to be a new “master race” afterwards.
He claimed that the Aryans were given
higher consciousness and the faculty of log-
ical thought, instead of just super-memory
as with the preceding sub-races on Atlantis.
He convinced Hitler that the “pure” Ger-
mans were descended from this civilization
from “Ultima Thule,” sometimes called Hy-
perborea, and were meant to be the nucleus
of the new master race. Haushofer believed
that this race of Aryan supermen survived

the Atlantean upheavals
and still existed somewhere
underground in Tibet or
the Gobi Desert, and he
convinced Hitler to try and
make contact with them.
From 1926 through 1942,
Haushofer organized an-
nual German expeditions
to Tibet. He apparently suc-
ceeded in making contact
with an underground civili-
zation in Tibet known in
occult literature as
“Agartha,” sometime in the
early 30s.  It is known that
Haushofer met some
monks from this under-
ground city, and enlisted
them in the Nazi cause.
Some literature on this
subject describes the
monks as “adepts of the
dark side.” They came to
Berlin and set up a com-
munity.  They were later
joined by members of the
Japanese Green Dragon So-
ciety, at the invitation of
Haushofer. 

Hitler Meets “The Superman”
In the secret meetings of the Vril Society,

attended by Haushofer, Hitler, and the key
members of the Thule Society, a very tal-
ented medium by the name of Maria Orsic
began to get psychic transmissions in an un-
known language, which they were eventually
able to decipher.  As they continued, it was
determined that the messages were coming
from two planets in the Aldeberan system
comprising the Sumeran empire. Aldeberan
is a huge star in the Taurus constellation
thousands of time larger than our own sun,
about 65 light years from earth. The informa-
tion channeled by Orsic claimed that the
Sumeran empire consisted of an Aryan or
master race, and a subservient slave race, and
that the Aryans colonized our solar system
500 million years ago when the Aldeberan
system became uninhabitable. When they
eventually reached earth, they founded the
Sumerian civilization. According to Peter
Moon in The Black Sun, “As they continued
to study the transmissions, the Vril Society
discovered that the ancient Sumerian lan-
guage…was identical to that of the Aldebe-
rans and that it was also similar to the
German language.” 

Whether or not they materialized in the
flesh in the inner sanctum of the Vril So-
ciety, or met with the Nazi leaders in the un-
derground city through the mediation of the
Tibetan monks, there is no doubt that Hau-
shofer and Hitler, at least, met with the
“ubermensch” or “superman.”  In a conversa-
tion with Hermann Rauschning, the gov-
ernor of Danzig, about the possibility of
creating a new, advanced species of human
through breeding, Hitler said, as reported by
Rauschning, “The new man is living amongst
us now! He is here!” exclaimed Hitler, trium-

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how to develop the “mastery of the etheric
body, or the Time Organism...”  This training
apparently gave him precognitive powers and
he was able to predict the dates and exact
times of enemy attacks, the number of casu-
alties, and bombardment patterns while a
general during the war. We now know this as
“remote viewing.”  Consequently, Haushofer
emerged with an illustrious war record, and
became well-known throughout Germany.

It was only very reluctantly that Hau-
shofer agreed to attend the treason trial of a
rabble-rousing, brawling street politician
named Adolf Hitler in 1923. He finally con-
sented, after much persuasion by a student at
the University, Rudolph Hess. Disinterested

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phantly. “Isn't that enough for you? I will tell
you a secret. I have seen the new man. He is
intrepid and cruel. I was afraid of him.”
Samuel Mathers, the founder of the Golden
Dawn, had a similar encounter. In a mani-
festo to the members in 1896, he wrote, “As
to the secret chiefs with whom I am in touch
and from whom I have received the wisdom
of the Second Order...They used to meet me
physically at a time and place fixed in ad-
vance. For my part, I believe they are human
beings living on this earth, but possessed of
terrible and superhuman powers.... I felt I
was in contact with a force so terrible that I
can only compare it to the shock one would
receive from being near a flash of lightning
during a great thunderstorm...”

Wonder Weapons
Could the “secret chiefs” or “supermen”

have been extraterrestrials, perhaps currently
living on earth or elsewhere? In light of sub-
sequent developments, such a conclusion
seems not unreasonable. Possibly, because of
this contact with Hitler, the Nazis were to ac-
quire scientific knowledge and weapon tech-
nologies far beyond anything previously seen
on earth. The weapons became known as the
Wunderwaffe or “wonder weapons.”  This all
seems especially remarkable when it is un-
derstood just how much the Nazi inner circle

detested science and “book knowl-
edge” and embraced psychic infor-
mation and ceremonial magic in-
stead.  According to Peter Moon, as
early as 1919, the combined Thule
and Vril Societies began work on a
time machine which was com-
pleted in 1924 and taken to a
hiding place in southern Germany.
This early development, it is said,
re-surfaced after the war and was
continued thirty years later as “The
Montauk Project,” in an under-
ground base at Montauk Point,
Long Island where ex-Nazi scien-
tists were assisted by extraterres-
trials.  And it was the Vril Society
that reportedly developed the first
anti-gravity craft, the RFZ-1, as
early as 1934. The society raised its
own funds for this development by
soliciting donations in German
newspapers! This first model
“crashed and burned,” but the RFZ-
2, 60-feet in length, flew quite well
and was used as a reconnaissance
craft, and so it came to the atten-
tion of SS Chief Himmler. By this
time, Hitler was in power and he
turned the anti-gravity develop-
ment project over to the SS, to de-
velop directly with the Vril Society.
He himself was more interested in
conventional weaponry. By 1939,
the SS had developed the RFZ-5, Purported Plans for Hannebu I
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which was renamed to become the famous
Hannebu-I—a two-man craft, about 35 feet
in diameter powered by a tachyon type elec-
trogravitation motor called the Kohler Con-
verter. The motor, it was claimed, converted
the earth's gravitational energy into electro-
magnetic power. The Nazis continually im-
proved on the Hannebu model, culminating
in the Hannebu-III late in the war. A huge
craft, 200 feet in diameter, the Hannebu-III,
it was said, could reach a speed of  24,000
mph at an altitude of 15,000 feet and could
carry 32 passengers.  But, strangely, the Ger-
mans were never able to adapt these incred-
ible flying machines to conventional warfare.
It is suggested that they couldn’t train the pi-
lots, and that the craft were not maneuver-
able enough to engage fighter planes in dog-
fights, and that they couldn’t be used as
bombers, although they could easily reach
the U.S. without refueling. The Nazis chose
to focus instead on Von Braun’s robotic rock-
etry, believing that they could so frighten the
civilian population of London with their V-2
flying bombs that they could precipitate a
mass movement to surrender. As history
makes clear, they severely underestimated
the legendary British “stiff upper lip.” The
Nazis also pioneered jet powered propulsion.
The first jet fighter plane in the world, the
fearsome Messerschmitt ME-262, could
easily have turned the tide of the war if it had
lasted several months longer. 

German scientists were also working on
development of nuclear weapons long before
America got into the act. Nuclear fission was
discovered in 1938 by Otto Hahn and Fritz
Strassman at the Kaiser Wilhelm Institute in
Berlin. The Germans were producing heavy
water in Vemork, Norway in 1943 in prepara-
tion for using it to refine plutonium. But
Hitler and Albert Speer scuttled the program
after chief civilian nuclear scientist Werner
Heisenberg failed to sell the project as a fea-
sible way to win the war. Allied soldiers dis-
covered a uranium-based nuclear reactor un-
derground in Haigerloch, Germany,
Heisenberg’s hometown, and several thou-
sand pounds of uranium buried nearby. The
consensus is that Germany would have devel-
oped the bomb before the U.S. if it hadn’t
been for Hitler’s poor judgment in scientific
matters, and the sabotage and heavy allied
bombardments of technological sites, al-
though some think that Heisenberg, a
former protege of Nobel Prize winning
Danish physicist Niels Bohr, deliberately di-
verted his research away from weaponry.

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while sitting in a chair.       
Crookes referred to Home and his wife

“being levitated” rather than levitating them-
selves, as he came to understand that spirits
were doing the lifting. In fact, when being
levitated in the upright position, Home’s
arms were usually rigid and drawn above his
head, as if he were grasping invisible hands.
When he went horizontal, it was as if invis-
ible hands were supporting his body.

It was further explained that Home could
not be levitated at will. There had to be har-
monious conditions.  There were many sit-
tings in which no phenomenon took place,
apparently because of negative conditions.
And it is why Home was levitated on only
three of the 28 observations by Crookes. 

       Science now diplomatically scoffed at
one of their own. It was assumed that
Crookes had been the victim of a clever hoax.

“It is idle to attribute these results to
trickery, for I would [point out] that what I
relate has not been accomplished at the
house of a medium, but in my own house,
where preparations have been quite impos-
sible,” Crookes defended himself. “A me-
dium, walking into my dining room, cannot,
while seated in one part of my room with a
number of persons keenly watching him, by
trickery make an accordion play in my own
hand when I hold it keys downward, or cause
the same accordion to float about the room
playing all the time. He cannot introduce
machinery which will wave window curtains

or pull up Venetian blinds eight feet off, tie a
knot in a handkerchief and place it in a far
corner of the room, sound notes on a distant
piano, cause a card-plate to float about the
room, raise a water bottle and tumbler from
the table, make a coral necklace rise on end,
cause a fan to move about and fan the com-
pany, or set in motion a pendulum when
enclosed in a glass case firmly cemented
to the wall.”

But why such odd phenomena? The
spirits explained to Crookes that they were
experimenting with manipulating matter
from their side, just as Crookes was exper-
imenting on his side. In one sitting,
Crookes overheard one spirit communi-
cator giving instructions to another spirit
communicator on how to effect a partic-
ular phenomenon.

Crookes was defended by Dr. Alfred
Russel Wallace, co-originator with Charles
Darwin of the natural selection theory of
evolution. Wallace had been present at the
Crookes’ home for one of the sittings in
which a table was levitated. The two fa-
mous scientists got on their hands and
knees under the hovering table, but were
unable to find any natural explanation.  

Now, science scoffed at science.
“I never said it was possible, I only said

it was true.” Crookes retaliated before re-
treating back to orthodox science. 

Around the same time that Crookes
first heard the stories about Home, Wil-
liam Stainton Moses, an Anglican minister
and English master in University College,
London, was also reading about them in a
book written by Lord Adare. Moses called
it the “dreariest twaddle” he had ever
come across. However, in 1872, Moses re-
luctantly began developing transcendental
powers similar to Home. Serjeant Cox, a
lawyer, described the swaying and rocking
of a heavy mahogany table in the presence or
Moses and seeing Moses lifted from the floor
and onto the table, then lifted from the table
to a sofa. 

Initially, Moses thought it was the work
of the devil and wanted nothing to do with it,
but communicating spirits informed him
that the levitations and other physical phe-
nomena were simply a way of making them-
selves known so that they could impart some
higher teachings through him. Moses devel-
oped into an automatic writer and over the
next 20 years penned several books of pro-
found wisdom from his spirit guides, much
of it in conflict with his beliefs. 

Frederic W. H. Myers, a Cambridge
scholar who co-founded the Society for Psy-
chical Research (SPR) in London in 1882, at-
tended one of Moses’ séances and reported
that a table, untouched by any hands, rose
from the floor and touched his throat and
chest three times, and then, “I was three
times raised on to the table, and twice levi-
tated in the corner of the room.”

Even though the SPR was formed for the

purpose of thoroughly investigating para-
normal phenomena, mainstream science
wanted nothing to do with findings that
seemed contrary to natural law and con-
tinued to frown on reports of levitations and
spirit communication.

Perhaps the spirits decided there was no
point in further levitating humans, or pos-
sibly there were too few who possess what-
ever it takes to be levitated, as there is not
much in the way of human levitation re-
ported by credible observers after Home and

Moses.  However, the levitation of tables and
other objects continued through the first
three decades of the 1900s. Dr. William J.
Crawford, a lecturer in mechanical engi-
neering at Ireland’s Belfast University, began
investigating the mediumship of 16-year-old
Kathleen Goligher in 1914.  The phenomena
surrounding the young girl included com-
municating raps and table levitations. 

In his 1918 book, On the Threshold of the
Unseen, Sir William Barrett, professor of
physics at Royal College in Dublin, tells of
joining Crawford in one of Crawford’s many
sittings with the Goligher circle.  At first,
they heard knocks and messages were
spelled out as one of the sitters recited the
alphabet.  Barrett then observed a floating
trumpet, which he tried unsuccessfully to
catch. “Then the table began to rise from the
floor some 18 inches and remained sus-
pended and quite level,” Barrett wrote. “I was
allowed to go up to the table and saw clearly
no one was touching it, a clear space separ-
ating the sitters from the table.”

Barrett put pressure on the table to try to
force it back to the floor.  He exerted all his

strength but was unable to budge it. “Then I
climbed on the table and sat on it, my feet off
the floor, when I was swayed to and fro and
finally tipped off,” Barrett continued the
story.  “The table of its own accord now
turned upside down, no one touching it, and
I tried to lift it off the ground, but it could
not be stirred; it appeared screwed down to
the floor.”

When Barrett stopped trying to right the
table, it righted itself on its own accord.  Ap-
parently, the spirits were having a bit of fun

with Barrett as he then heard “numerous
sounds displaying an amused
intelligence.”

Somewhat similar folly had been ob-
served by Crookes on April 12, 1871,
during a sitting with Home, when sitter
Frank Herne was carried out of his chair,
floated across the room, and then dropped
at the other end of the room.  

Barrett described the medium and the
small family group as “uncritical, simple,
honest, kind-hearted people,” and he was
certain that what he had experienced was
beyond any conjuring. “That there is an
unseen intelligence behind these manifes-
tations is all we can say, but that is a tre-
mendous assertion, and if admitted de-
stroys the whole basis of materialism,” he
concluded his discussion of the case. 

Crookes, Myers, Wallace, and nu-
merous other researchers had recognized
that mediums were exuding a strange
foamy substance from various orifices of
the body that seemed to be responsible for
producing various physical phenomena.
With some mediums, it was very apparent
and could even be photographed. With
others, however, it was more of a vapory
aura around the medium’s body. This sub-
stance came to be called ectoplasm.
Through much experimentation Crawford
discovered that “psychic rods” emanating
from mediums and made up of this ecto-
plasm were responsible for the levitations.

During his experiments with the Goligher
circle, Crawford began communicating with
spirit entities, one of whom said he was a
medical man when on earth and that his pri-
mary function was to look after the health of
the young medium. This spirit explained to
Crawford that two types of substances were
used in the production of the phenomena.
One was taken in large quantities from both
the medium and the sitters, then returned to
them at the close of the séance. The other
substance, apparently the ectoplasm (al-
though never given a name by Crawford) was
taken exclusively from the medium in
minute quantities and could not be returned
to her as its structure was broken up. It was
pointed out that it came from the interior of
the medium’s nerve cells and if too much
were taken she could suffer serious injury.

Some of the communication took place
through Goligher’s voice mechanism while
she was in trance while much of it came
through raps and table tilting. Crawford
came to see the experimentation as a joint
venture with the spirit “operators.”  He soon

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realized that these “operators” didn’t under-
stand much about the scientific aspects of
the phenomena. “I am convinced that the op-
erators know next to nothing of force magni-
tudes and reactions,” Crawford wrote in his
1918 book, The Reality of Psychic Phe-
nomena. “Their idea as to the prime cause of
the phenomena is ‘power.’” 

On one occasion, a clairvoyant joined in
the circle and told Crawford that she could
see “a whitish vapory substance, somewhat
like smoke,” forming under the surface of
the table and increasing in density as it was
levitated.  She could see it flowing from the
medium in sort of a rotary motion. From
other sitters, she could see thin bands
joining into the much larger amount coming
from the medium.  She also saw various
spirit forms and spirit hands manipulating
the “psychic stuff.” 

Crawford brought in a scale large enough
to hold the medium while she was sitting in
her chair. He discovered that when a table
was being levitated, the weight of the table
was transferred to the medium through the
psychic rods.  Most of the time, the transfer
of weight would be a few ounces short of the
weight of the table. Further experimentation
revealed that the extra weight was being
transferred to the sitters in the room, who
might have furnished small amounts of the
“psychic force.”

“I have come to the general conclusion
from the results of my experimental work,
and from observations of the circle extending
over two and a half years, that all the phe-
nomena produced are caused by flexible rod-
like projections from the body of the me-
dium; that these rods are the prime cause of
the phenomena, whether they consist of levi-
tations, movements of the table about the
floor, rappings, touchings, or other varia-
tions,” Crawford stated.

Some of Crawford’s findings, such as the
weighing of the medium, were objective and
scientific. However, other aspects of it were
based on things that were purportedly com-
municated by spirits or seen by a clairvoyant.

Thus, science sneered again. 

In 1922, Dr. E. E. Fournier d’Albe had 20
sittings with the Goligher circle and ob-
served no phenomena similar to what Craw-
ford had reported. Crookes and other re-
searchers had come to realize that too much
skepticism causes a negative environment
that defeats the production of phenomena, or
to look at it another way, if the spirits didn’t
like a particular person they simply refused
to perform. That may very well have been the
case with Fournier d’Albe, as other re-
searchers later reported phenomena similar
to what both Crawford and Barrett had
witnessed.

But science wanted nothing more to do
with such unreliable and unrepeatable phe-
nomena.  Apparently, the spirits went away
frustrated and decided there was no point in
further demonstrating their existence to a
doubting world.

And so, science still smiles, smirks,
snickers, scoffs, and sneers.  

earliest human habitation there around 200
B.C., but as long ago as the 1950s, one of
Mexico’s leading archaeologists, Manuel Co-
varrubias, arrived at firm radio-carbon dates
for 500 years earlier. According to David
Childress, “further
radiocarbon tests
gave a date of 1474
B.C. (with a possible
small error either
way). A date of circa
1400 B.C. is now
widely accepted”.
But even a 15th cen-
tury B.C. time pa-
rameter for the city
would still make its
Pyramid of the Sun
far more than a
thousand years
younger than the
Great Pyramid of
Egypt.

The most plau-
sible date for Teoti-
huacan was arrived
at through a study of
the area surrounding
the ceremonial
center. The land is
far too poor to have
ever supported a
population upwards
of 300,000 inhabi-
tants. Investigators
continue to wonder
why the megalopolis
was founded in so
unproductive and re-
mote a location. But
its natural surround-
ings were not always
arid. Once the soil
was rich, rivers ran
across the plain,
lakes were home to
abundant wildlife,
and there were fo-
rests and meadows.
The establishment of
Teotihuacan would have made sense in such
a supportive setting. This Edenic environ-
ment was drastically transformed to its
present desert-like condition by the massive
eruption of a nearby volcano. A minority of
geologists argue that Teotihuacan must have
flourished before Mount Xitli’s massive out-
gassing. The date for its eruption around
4000 B.C. removes the Pyramid of the Sun
far beyond the parameters calculated by
available radio-carbon testing, but places it
within the general time-frame of Egypt’s
Great Pyramid.

Certainly, Teotihuacan went through
major construction phases between A.D. 200
and 450 and rose to the zenith of its influ-

ence over the next three centuries. But per-
haps the technological foundation of its fore-
most structures was already in place for sev-
eral millennia before. It may have been
subsequently built upon and expanded by
later cultures. If so, then the Mexican and
Egyptian pyramids could have a common or-
igin after all. As Peter Tompkins suggests in
his monumental work on the subject, Mys-
teries of the Mexican Pyramids, “it seemed
reasonable to assume that any Earth-

commensurate unit used in Mesoamerica be
related to the unit used in the building of the
Great Pyramid of Cheops, or at least to have
been derived from some common source.”

Like the Egyptian structure, Mexico’s Pyr-
amid of the Sun may have served metaphys-
ical purposes. While its mysterious builders
vanished about A.D. 650, a suggestive echo of
their structure’s similarly spiritual qualities
survives in the name of the city it still domi-
nates: Teotihuacan. In Nahuatl, the Aztec
language, it means “The Place where Men be-
come Gods.” Perhaps men did indeed feel
like gods when they experienced the extra-
sensory effects generated by the Pyramid of
the Sun.

from some unknown African empire.
Others have suggested that some Olmecs
came across the Pacific from the lost con-
tinent of Mu or as Shang Chinese mercen-
aries. Lending credence to these ideas,
there is the curious portrayal of what ap-
pear to be “magicians” (or shamanic sor-
cerers) using magic mushrooms in many
of the Olmec statues. Were they magi-
cians from Africa, China, or even Atlantis?

Transoceanic Colonizers?
It is not known what name the ancient

Olmec used for themselves; some later
Mesoamerican accounts seem to refer to
the ancient Olmec as “Tamoanchan.” The
classic period for the Olmecs is generally
considered to be from 1200 B.C. ending
around 400 BC. Early, formative Olmec
artifacts are said to go back to 1500 B.C.,
and probably earlier. 

No one knows where the Olmecs came
from, but the two predominant theories are:

1. They were Native Americans, derived
from the same Siberian stock as most other
Native Americans, and just happened to ac-
centuate the Negroid genetic material that
was latent in their genes.

2. They were outsiders who immigrated
to the Olman area via boat, most likely as
sailors or passengers on transoceanic voyages
that went on for probably hundreds of years.

At the center of the debate is the classic
struggle between isolationists (who think
that ancient man was incapable of transo-
ceanic voyages, and therefore, nearly every
ancient culture developed on its own) and
diffusionists (who think that ancient man
could span the oceans, which explains simi-
larities in widely disparate cultures). There
are a few proponents of diffusionism at the
traditional academic level. An exception, Ivan
Van Sertima of Rutgers University in New
Jersey actively promotes the diffusionist
theory that ancient man crossed both the At-
lantic and the Pacific in prolonged transo-
ceanic contact. His books, African Presence
in Early America (1987) and African Pres-
ence in Early Asia, (1988) are filled with arti-
cles and photos that show without a doubt
that Negroes have lived, literally, all over the
world, including the ancient Americas. While
Van Sertima does not bring in such unor-
thodox theories as Atlantis or a lost conti-
nent in the Pacific, he is clearly of the belief
that Negroes in ancient times developed
many advanced civilizations and lived all
over the globe.

Unfortunately, most of the writers in the
academic field prefer to champion the isola-
tionist theories to the virtual exclusion of the
diffusionist.

In the recent scholarly book by Richard A.
Diehl, The Olmecs: America’s First Civiliza-

tion, (2004) Diehl has only one paragraph on
the subject, saying: “The origins of Olmec
culture have intrigued scholars and lay
people alike since Tres Zapotes Colossal
Head I, a gigantic stone human head with
vaguely Negroid features, was discovered in
Veracruz 140 years ago. Since that time,
Olmec culture and art have been attributed
to seafaring Africans, Egyptians, Nubians,
Phoenicians, Atlanteans, Japanese, Chinese,
and other ancient wanderers. As often hap-
pens, the truth is infinitely more logical, if
less romantic: the Olmecs were Native Amer-
icans who created a unique culture in south-
eastern Mexico’s Isthmus of Tehuantepec.
Archaeologists now trace Olmec origins back
to pre-Olmec cultures in the region and
there is no credible evidence for major intru-
sions from the outside. Furthermore, not a
single bona fide artifact of Old World origin
has ever appeared in an Olmec archaeolog-
ical site, or for that matter anywhere else in
Mesoamerica.”

With this paragraph Diehl summarily dis-
misses all theories and evidence of transo-
ceanic contact. We don’t really know what a
bona fide artifact would be, since Old World
and New World articles were often identical.
Also, we are given no further information on
the pre-Olmec cultures that the Olmecs are
presumably derived from.

But for the Olmecs to actually be Afri-
cans—not just look like them—they would
almost certainly have come to the Isthmus of
Tehuantepec via ship. But since such voy-
ages are dismissed immediately and there
will be no further discussion of it, the Ol-
mecs simply have to be local boys who have
always pretty much been there. At some time
in remote prehistory, their early genetic
group walked into this Olmec heartland area.

According to Diehl, the Olmecs would
have been an isolated group within their re-
gion as well, with little contact with other
tribes in the Isthmus of Tehuantepec. Says
Diehl: “We do not know what these people

called themselves, or if they even had a
term that encompassed all the inhabi-
tants of Olman. There is no evidence that
they formed a single unified ethnic
group, and almost certainly no Olmec
considered people living more than a few
hours’ walk away as members of his or
her own group. Nevertheless, the nu-
merous independent local cultures were
so similar to one another that modern
scientists consider them a single generic
culture.”

This strong statement bears repeating:
“…almost certainly no Olmec considered
people living more than a few hours’ walk
away as members of his or her own
group.” If the Olmecs were isolated from
neighbors only a few hours’ walk away,
they certainly wouldn’t have had contact
with people across an ocean, would they?

The Olmec settlements, according to
Diehl, rose up independently in their
corner of Mesoamerica without the influ-
ence of any other culture. They all sud-
denly began making monumental statues
out of basalt (one of the hardest and most

difficult stones to carve), and made large
structures with sophisticated drainage sys-
tems. But they weren’t really in contact with
their early neighbors. The spread of Olmec-
like artifacts was achieved only later when
Olmec “styles” were used by other more
widespread cultures.

Diehl was actually proved wrong on this
account with the January 2007 announce-
ment that an Olmec-influenced city had been
found near Cuernavaca, hundreds of miles
from Olmecs’ Gulf Coast territory, at
Zazacatla.

Once the Olmecs had been established as
the oldest culture in Mesoamerica in the
1940s, by default they became the founders
of many of the ancient cities. Essentially, if it
could be proven that Olmec iconography was
being used at an archaeological site, then it
must have been the Olmecs who founded
that city, since the Olmecs are the oldest cul-
ture. While there may well have been earlier
cultures than the Olmecs in Mesoamerica,
none have been specifically identified by ar-
chaeologists (at least that I am aware of).

Since the oldest Maya sites such as Uax-
actun in the Peten jungles north of Tikal are
thought to have been first built by the Ol-
mecs, it is possible that other older Mayan
sites were also founded by the Olmecs. This
list of Mayan sites founded by the Olmecs
could include Copan, El Mirador, Piedras Ne-
gras and many others. Sites such as Monte
Alban and Teotihuacan are thought by some
archaeologists to be associated with the Ol-
mecs and it may be the case that these cities
were originally important Olmec centers.

The mystery of the Olmecs, it seems, will
not be solved in a day, or a week, or even in
the next few years. It appears to be a mystery
that will endure for quite some time to come.
So, hopefully, in the future scholars and
laymen alike will look at the amazing art and
culture of the cosmopolitan civilization of
the Olmecs with an open mind and a deeper
appreciation of history’s many mysteries.

Olmec Head from Jalapa
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we carry throughout life, impressions that
control us from a subconscious level. Sacred
Renewal Breathwork (the term she now used
for Rebirthing) can release negative pre-
verbal thoughts. Ray thinks of rebirthing as
“a mental bath” and has often gone into a
spontaneous memory of her birth, or of past
lives, hyperventilating and experiencing what
she calls “Holy Spirit breathing.” 

Ray has practiced the ritual of shaving
her head, called ‘mundun’ in Sanskrit, four
times: first when she met Babaji, again when
her sister died, yet again when her mother
passed on and during menopause. “I consider
it a ‘youthing process’, she clarifies. “You
leave your head shaved for nine months to
symbolize gestation. It helps erase pre-natal
trauma. Of course, it’s also a letting go of
ego. It really stimulates creativity!” During
the ceremony, the participant kneels before
the barber (Ray notes that the one she em-
ployed looked the same in 2004 as he did in
1979) while a surrounding group offers the
chant, “Om Namaha Shivai.” The sheared
hair is caught by a banana leaf and floated
down a river.

Since Babaji’s physical departure, Ray
has, under his direction, embraced two fe-
male Indian saints, Amma and Karunamayi,
with whom she spends time each year. “Pres-
ently, there is a reawakening of the sacred
feminine in the hearts and minds of people
throughout the world,” she writes, contin-
uing in her frank fashion: “We need new par-
adigms. The old paradigms simply will
not work much longer anyway. They
are falling apart....give it up! Get on
the bandwagon. Ride the horse in the
direction that it is going!” That direc-
tion, in her opinion, is upward. “I al-
ways suggest people search for the
highest. In spiritual life, this is called
the principle of right association —
placing yourself in the presence of
those who force you to adapt upward.” 

A great admirer of Mother Teresa,
Ray reminds readers that she once said
the only thing that should sadden us is
if we do not become saints. “I had been
telling people in my classes something
like that, because the Bible says, ‘Be ye
perfect even as God is perfect.’ Mother
Teresa wanted us all to become like
Jesus: that was the light she wanted to
live and the love she wanted to reflect
and express.” Ray was in India when
both Mother Teresa and Princess
Diana passed and says she feels the
sadness of their deaths opened hearts
worldwide, allowing a new vibration to
enter. “It was kind of an initiation,”
she says. “These two women made us
focus on the power of humanitarian
ideals.” 

Ray has long been attracted to
altruistic service. Growing up in a vil-

lage of just 300, she remembers riding her
tricycle, then her bike to visit the sick, poor
and elderly who lived alone. “I always knew
how to cheer them up.” She thought she was
supposed to be a missionary and became a
waitress to make money for school, then be-
came a nurse. But it was joining the Peace
Corps soon after nursing school that was
what she calls “a real boot camp for world
service!” Stationed in Peru, that experience
got her in shape for serving in a way that
could potentially make a real difference. “All
this was long before I found the book
Serving Humanity by Alice Bailey. I dare you
to read it—it will straighten anyone out.”
Ray is said to possess the gift of helping
people move out of pain quickly and into the
experience of the celebration of life. Com-
menting on what seems to be a popular fasci-
nation with media violence, she says she
thinks people are attracted to pain so they
might be brought to a place where they can
heal it. 

Such a place might be Bali, a culture
that, according to Ray, “is clear on who is
running things.” Having traveled the world
for decades, she was so impressed during her
six-week stay there that she thinks it might
be someplace from a different dimension
(she recounts her impressions of Bali in her
book Drinking the Divine, which addresses
The Course in Miracles). In the center of
every home is a temple, built before any
other part of the house is constructed. Each
family relates to one of seven temples: an in-
door temple, an outdoor temple, the local
town temple, the local district temple...until
you get to the great Divine Mother Temple,
which is on a mountain and which is where
the Balinese government officials live and
work! Families in Bali do puja (worship) to-

gether every morning for about two hours
before work.” Ray was particularly moved by
a ceremony during which one hundred
women walked in a row, “beautifully dressed
in batik and carrying elaborate headdresses
of fruit and flowers.” People ran to the
beach, greeted the women and laid down
their own batik cloths. Everyone on the is-
land was doing this, laying the fruit and
flowers on the batiks along the beach and
praying for one another’s families. “That
day,” remembers Ray, “ I received the knowl-
edge of how to conduct the God Trainings
Babaji had asked me to do.” 

The God Trainings, which incorporate Sa-
cred Breath techniques, became like a ro-
tating ashram, taking place in power spots
like Mount Shasta, California, Sedona, Ari-
zona, Machu Picchu, Peru and Egypt. Asked
how she managed to create a life of travel,
Ray replies; “I just wrote books and people
invited me to come. I only go where I’m in-
vited.” Being exposed to so many different
cultures has been a fascinating journey for
Ray, who has been introduced to similarities
in Sanskrit, Hawaiian, Peruvian and other in-
digenous languages. “They are very scientific
languages that have been very carefully used.
In contrast, we have accumulated many neg-
ative words [in English] and we’re careless
about how we use them,” she notes. “You can
see why we don’t create magic in our lives—
people have no idea how words alter reality.
We are not speaking or thinking positively as
we should be; we should have learned in kin-
dergarten about the power of our thoughts
and how to use this as part of daily life.” 

How does she cope when there is a dis-
connect between the bliss she is blessed with
and the grind of daily life? “If there is a result
I don’t like, I don’t go into blame. I don’t

think, ‘somebody did it to me, or my
mother caused this’—I look at what
thought I might have in my subcon-
scious that created the result I don’t
like, then I change it. So in a way, re-
sults are your guru. Find out what
the thought is and apply some form
of spiritual practice to change it.
Chanting or meditation are practices
I would do to correct it and stop
creating the bad result.” 

As author Marianne Williamson
writes in the introduction to Rock
Your World, “If there is a goddess
whose name means “Awake and Hi-
larious at the Same Time,” she has
incarnated in this lifetime as Sondra
Ray.” That’s a very apt description of
this dynamic spiritual pioneer, who
reminds and remands us to: “Be
ready to change your point of view
when a higher, better way is pre-
sented to you. Remember, you are
connected to Divine Intelligence.
Evolve! Advance! Ask yourself
whether you are of any use to the
masters or a burden to this planet. It
is not too late to change. As Babaji
used to say to us, “There is no saint
without a past, and no sinner
without a future.”
