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Strange Creatures: Classic Cryptofiction
The first anthology consists of fourteen short stories which contain cryptozoological elements. The authors include Jack London, Rudyard Kipling, Arthur Conan Doyle, H. G. Wells, and others. The settings range from the ocean to the far north, the jungles of South America to the great heights above England. The cryptids include sea serpents, creatures from the past, and species we would barely comprehend.
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Strange Creatures II: Chambers' Works
This edition includes two "novels" by Richard W. Chambers. These are actually loosely-tied collections of tales which were edited from previously written short stories. Both novels concern the misadventures and mishaps of a zoologist chasing rumors of strange creatures.

Strange Creatures III: Pulp Cryptids
This third anthology of cryptofiction includes a number of pieces written primarily to entertain the readers of various magazines. Some are the forerunners of more well-known pieces by better-known authors.
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Strange Creatures IV: False Shadows
This fourth anthology of cryptofiction focuses on cryptozoological fakes, frauds, & misidentifications. Manufactured monsters, out-of-place animals, and mistaken identities are common enough in real CZ work, and these tales show that they make intriguing literary devices as well.
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Strange Creatures V: Critters Great & Small
This fifth anthology of cryptofiction includes mystery animals of all shapes and sizes. Strange beasts come in many guises, and this intriguing group is an enjoyable sampler.
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Strange Creatures VI: Double Take
This anthology includes 12 stories paired to illustrate how different authors worked with a similar concept. Giant spiders, hidden peoples, and living pterosaurs are among the subjects.
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Strange Creatures VII: Wildmen and Wendigos
This anthology brings together tales by Machen, Lovecraft, and Blackwood that hint at the survival of quasi-human creatures. Additionally, we explore "Wendigo psychosis," an interesting aspect of the whole cannibal-giant mythology of Native Americans.

Strange Creatures VIII: Green Enigmas
Seven stories are included here dealing with strange and unknown plants. Man-eating trees and killer orchids are par for the course. This is a bit of a departure from our traditional crypto_zoology_ tales, but cryptobotany makes for good reading too.
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Strange Creatures IX: Fables & Quirks
Seven tales of odds and ends related to strange creatures from myth and imagination. The dragon and the hodag meet strange inhabitants of the ocean and extradimensional entities.
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Strange Creatures X: Amazing Indeed
Twelve tales involving a giant worm, a plesiosaur, a mammoth, a wild man, and oversized microbes.
