This CD-ROM of some of the facts of American History was

made necessary by an exhibition on the Library of Congress Web site;

'Religion and the American Revolution' -- This entire exhibit is included

on this CD-ROM. That exhibit is simply Christian propaganda, the

historic truths it left out was only balanced by the falsehoods it included.

It is obvious that the Library of Congress has fallen into the

hands of religious prejudice, and such prejudice mentality is a danger to

the wealth of information in the Library of Congress that disproves the

preferred beliefs of the Librarians.
