Thomas Jeffer son.

There are many other religious alusions throughout the
Writings of Thomas Jefferson that prove Jefferson was far too great a
thinker to be a believing Christian. These few quotes are given so the
casual reader can quickly find the gist of Jefferson's theol ogical

thought.
(NOTE that Jefferson referred to all clergy as priests, not just the Catholic clergy)

Thomas Jeffer son to:

Peter Carr, August 10, 1787.
(Volume 6, page 256.)

"Fix reason firmly in her seat, and call to her tribunal every fact,
every opinion. Question with boldness even the existence of a god;
because, if there be one, he must more approve of the homage of
reason, than that of blindfolded fear.”

"For example in the book of Joshua we are told the sun stood still
several hours. Were we to read that fact in Levy or Tacitus we should
classit with their showers of blood, speaking of statues, beasts, & c.
But it is said that the writer of that book was inspired. Examine
therefore candidly what evidence there is of his having been
inspired.”

"If it endsin a belief that there is no god, you will find incitements to
virtue in the comfort and pleasantness you feel in its exercise, and the
love of others which it will procure you."

"Y our own reason is the only oracle given you by heaven, and you are
answerable not for the rightness but uprightness of the decision.

"Because these Pseudo-evangelists pretended to inspiration as much
as the others, and you are to judge their pretensions by your own
reason, and not by the reason of those ecclesiastics.”

"The long expected edict for the Protestants at |ength appears here.
[Catholic France] It is an acknowledgment (hitherto withheld by the
laws) that Protestants can beget children and that they can die and be
offensive unless buried. It does not give them permission to think, to
speak, or to worship. It enumerates the humiliations to which they
shall remain subject, and the burthens to which they shall continue to
be unjustly exposed.”

The quote was taken entirely out of
context in order to make it seem to say just the opposite of what Jefferson actually
said.)
