But now he fets upon .the 
great Lieutenant of Gods Authority an(i Dig .. · 
nity, with an t111{tr~~m tibi omni11, both Life arid, 
Crown, ex penttralibm .-Nbi Chrijlm 11011 ejf, 
as we are taught by his E-vangelift. The Dra- · 
gons ambition extended no ~her, than the 
fwecping away with his tail ofthe third part of 
the Stan in the F.\rmai'.Ilent : But nQW the. 
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plot of him and his Dik:iples was, to fweepaway. 
the Sun, rhe Moon, and the Stars, both out of 
Sr:u--Chamber and Parliament, that ao light ~ 
given in this Kingdom to the belt Labourers.
