» 00 fAin and Ukrainian. These languages were initially considered so similar that they were
@ ol i classified as one language — Old Russian. Russian was recognised as a distinct, mod-
ern language in the 10th century, when the Cyrillic alphabet was adopted along with
g Orthodox Christianity by way of Old Church Slavonic. This South Slavic language was

used principally in religious literature, while written secular texts were much closer to
the spoken East Slavic language. For centuries these two forms of 0ld Russian coex-
isted, and it was a third, ‘middle’ style which emerged in the 18th century as the basis
of modern Russian. Pushkin, the nation’s first great poet, was essentially writing in the
Russian of today when he published Eugene Oneginin 1831. The alphabet was radically
simplified at two major turning points in Russian history — as part of Peter the Great's
reforms at the turn of the 17th century, and after the October Revolution in 1917.

For a language spoken across such a vast geographical area, Russian is surpris-
ingly uniform, and the regional differences don't get in the way of communication.
The language was standardised by the centralised education system in the USSR,
which spread literacy and enforced ‘literary’ Russian. In practical terms, Russian is
divided into the northern and the southern dialects; Moscow's dialect has some fea-
tures of both. From the 16th century onward Muscovite Russian was the standard
tongue, even after Peter the Great's court had moved to St Petershurg.

Some admirers of Russian literature have claimed that the pycckan pywa rus-ka-ya
du-sha (Russian soul) of Dostoevsky, Chekhov and Tolstoy simply can’t be understood,
or at least fully appreciated, in translation. All exaggeration aside, the Russian
language boasts a rich vocabulary and highly colourful expressions. This linguistic
flamboyance has thankfully resisted the influence of dour communist style and the
‘socrealist’ literature of the 20th century, as you'll soon find out on your travels!
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pronunciation

Russian is often considered difficult to learn because of its script, but this is merely
prejudice — some Cyrillic letters look and sound the same as their English peers, and
the others aren't difficult to learn. Contrary to popular caricatures of the ‘harsh’ Rus-
sian accent, the language has a pleasant, soft sound characterised by several ‘lisping’
consonants. Most of the sounds in Russian are also found in English, and those that
are unfamiliar aren’t difficult to master. Use the coloured pronunciation guides to
become familiar with them, and then read from the Cyrillic alphabet when you feel
more confident.

There are remarkably few variations in modern Russian pronunciation and vocab-
ulary. This phrasebook is written in standard Russian as it's spoken around Moscow,
and you're sure to be understood by Russian speakers everywhere.

consonant sounds

Most Russian consonants are similar to English sounds, so they won't cause you too
much difficulty. The ‘soft’ sign b and the ‘hard’ sign & don’t have a sound of their own,
but show in writing whether the consonant before them is pronounced ‘soft’ (with a
slight y sound after it) or ‘hard’ (as it's written). In our pronunciation guides, the soft
sign is represented with an apostrophe (') — as in 6eaHoctb byed-nast’ — but the hard
signisn‘tincluded as it's very rarely used.
