Syllables in French words are, for the most part, equally stressed. English speakers
tend to stress the first syllable, so try adding a light stress on the final syllable to
compensate. The rhythm of a French sentence is based on breaking the phrase into
meaningful sections, then stressing the final syllable pronounced in each section. The
stress at these points is characterised by a slight rise in intonation.
