The key to the success of the most effective diets is reducing
foods rich in carbohydrates. Scientific studies in dietetics proved
that making a low-carb diet and maintaining the same daily calories
lose more weight than eating low-fat meals and reducing calories.
Moreover, lowering the carbohydrates intake has shown an
essential improvement in health indicators such as triglyceride,
blood sugar, insulin levels, and more. Indeed, from a biochemical
point of view, when you eat macromolecules as carbs, your
digestive enzymes break them down into monomers (glucose),
which is nothing but simple sugar. The produced glucose quickly
and significantly raises your blood sugar levels; at this point, your
body produces insulin to reduce this spike in blood sugar
concentration. After many of these cycles, your body will need to
make more insulin to achieve the same results. What does this
mean? It means that you can quickly become insulin resistant,
which leads to turning into a prediabetic person, develop a
metabolic syndrome, and, eventually, type 2 diabetes mellitus
(T2DM). According to researchers, T2DM is one of the most
widespread metabolic diseases. Nowadays, enormous challenges in




the diagnosis, prevention, and treatment of this disease are poses
given the alarming rise in T2DM prevalence worldwide especially
exploding in both low-income countries and adolescents/young
adults, as well as the severe impact it has on longevity and quality
of life (Izzo et al., 2021). Besides, more than 1 in 3 adults in the
United States have prediabetes, and nearly 1 in 10 has type 2
diabetes. Furthermore, the number of obese adults has enormously
spiked from 15 percent to 35 percent of all adults ages 20 to 74 in
the last decade.

Food Pyramid Guide, which placed carbs into the base and a
most extensive section of the pyramid, recommended that you eat
many fruits (full of fructose, i.e., sugars) a day. But there is some
news for you: Do you know that your body can use your fats to
convert glycerol into glucose? This process happens in your liver,
and it is called gluconeogenesis!

You will now think that saturated and monounsaturated fats
cause heart disease, cholesterol problems, and many other issues.
In the last decades, multiple studies and meta-studies (the analysis
of other studies’ results) comprising millions of people showed that
eating saturated and monounsaturated fats have no effects on heart
disease risks even in the long-term. Indeed, there are both essential
fatty acids and amino acids (monomers of protein). Carbohydrates
and protein produce both 4 calories per gram and, on the other
hand, fats generate more than double the amount of energy (about 9
calories), thus considered the most efficient form. When the
introduced carbs are very low, and you eat lots of protein and fat,
your body starts to convert free-fats and protein and the fat you
have stored, into ketone bodies, or ketones, for energy by a
metabolic process called_ketosis. That’s the key process of the
ketogenic diet underpinnings.

Thanks to this book, you will succeed with the ketogenic diet by
easy-to-cook meals achieving weight loss and long-term success.

CHAPTER 1: THE SCIENCE BEHIND
THE KETO DIET

Let’s start with the name of this diet: “keto” diet. The term “keto” refers
to a metabolic state known as “ketogenic,” which consists of a ketosis phase
that starts in the body when carbohydrate intake is suddenly reduced and
replaced with healthy fats. This diet is useful for losing stored fat in your
body, resulting in your body's exceptionally productive shape and getting
ripped.

The first step of the diet consists of a drastic reduction of carbohydrates
consumption, which will help the body enter the ketosis metabolic state;
during this state, the body will burn fat deposits rather than store glucose in
glycogen form.

Like the Mediterranean one, many diets suggest carbohydrates-based food
intake (pasta, bread, etc.); when this daily macromolecule requirement is
exceeded, the liver then converts it into glycogen. The body produces insulin
to move the glucose in the bloodstream, transporting it through the body and
the brain. But what is this glucose? It is sugar. And what sugar do? As said,
when it reaches the brain affects your attention and concentration. Glucose is
the body's primary energy source body, which will always use glucose over
fats to produce the necessary energy.

The focus of the ketogenic diet is on using fat as a source of energy rather
than glucose. When the body enters the ketosis state, it starts burning fat
deposits, metabolizing them in ketones; this process will bring you to lose
weight and improve your health. In fact, your “bad fat” (saturated) will
shrink, helping your blood circulation, reducing the risk of heart attack,
strokes, but also will reduce the sugar in your body, avoiding the onset of
metabolic diseases such as diabetes.

Do you know that there are several types of ketogenic diet? No? Don’t
worry, let’s see them together:

THE STANDARD KETOGENIC DIET (SKD)

SKD consists of assuming a meager daily
amount of carb, a high portion of fats, and moderate protein.

As shown in the pie chart, you should assume 70% of fats, 20% of
protein, and 10% of carbs per day. It means that a person should eat 20-45 g
of carbohydrates, 40-65 g of proteins without setting any limit for fats since it
is the primary nutrient for this diet.

Now someone could think, why should I eat fats when I want to lose
weight? This is because this diet uses fats as the primary source to produce
energy by activating the ketogenic metabolic pathway.

The SKD is a suitable type of keto diet for those who want to lose weight
and, at the same time, lower their sugar level in the blood and improve heart
health.

CYCLICAL KETOGENIC DIET (CKD)

CKD diet’s primary focus is on making 5 Ketogenic days and two high-
carb days, and this cycle is repeated. This diet is also known as carb
backloading. It is often intended for athletes because the diet allows their
bodies to recover the glycogen lost due to workouts or intense sporting
activities.

THE WELL FORMULATED KETOGENIC DIET

As the name suggests, this diet has its fats, carbohydrates, and proteins
well-formulated to meet the standards of a Ketogenic diet. This diet is also
similar to the SKD, which means that it creates room for your body to
undergo Ketosis effectively.

THE MCT KETOGENIC DIET

We talk about MCT Ketogenic Diet when the Standard Ketogenic Diet
refers to medium-chain triglycerides (MCTs). In this keto diet, coconut oil is
substituting olive oil since it has high MCTs levels. MCTs allow your body



to consume carbohydrates and proteins, maintaining the metabolism under
ketosis. This process has been reported to help, and in some cases, treat
epilepsy. But why are MCTs so efficient for the keto diet? Because MCTs are
providing more ketones per gram in fat.

On the contrary, the long-chain triglycerides lower the ketones
production, which is more common in the average dietary fats. However, this
keto diet can provide some drawbacks like diarrhea and stomachache if the
MCTs are consumed alone. So, what can I do to avoid drawbacks? Well, the
solution is preparing the meal with the right balance of MCTs and “typical”
fats. This diet is suitable for an athlete or for those who have some metabolic
problem related to grain derivates' consumption.

THE CALORIE RESTRICTED KETOGENIC DIET

This keto diet is an SKD but with daily restricted calories. Researchers
have already proven the efficacy of the ketogenic diet regardless of calorie
consumption restriction. The base concept is that by consuming fats rich in
calories, you will have the sensation of eating more, thus avoiding the typical
over-eating.

After this overview regarding the different types of ketogenic diets, we
can say that the Standard and the High-Protein Ketogenic diets are the most
studied and recommended for health issues. However, for those who are
practicing sports, like bodybuilding, the Targeted and Cyclical Ketogenic
diets are the best ones to gain a good result; we should say that these two
diets are for advanced people who want to upgrade to the next level
compared to SKD.

Before starting any of these diets, visit and consult your local physician to
understand which one is more suitable for you.

TARGETED KETOGENIC DIET (TKD)

TKD diet's primary focus is on the additional assumption of
carbohydrates during the workout sessions only. The diet concept is very
close to that of SKD, except when the carbs must be assumed (workout
sessions). When you are exercising, the base concept is that the body will
effectively and efficiently process carbohydrates consumed before or during a
workout session. This is because the muscle needs and demands more energy
when subjected to a higher physical effort; carbohydrates are polymers made
by a chain of monomers (sugars), which are rapidly processed since the body
is in a state of energy demand.



Briefly, this diet is a hybrid between the Standard Ketogenic Diet and the
Clinical Ketogenic Diet, allowing little carbs consumption only when you are
going to exercise.

HIGH-PROTEIN KETOGENIC DIET

As suggested by its name, this
Keto diet requires a higher daily percentage of protein assumption compared
to the Standard Ketogenic Diet. This diet consists of intake of 35% of
proteins (+15% concerning SKD), 60% of fats (-10% with respect of SKD),
and 5% of carbs (-5% concerning SKD). This diet is useful when you want
rapidly lose weight. This type of diet is widely used for practicing
bodybuilding because proteins are monomers made of amino acids
responsible for building muscle.



CHAPTER 2: BENEFITS OF THE KETO
DIET OVER 50s

The ketogenic diet has become very popular because of the success of
obtaining results in losing fat and getting healthier. When you start a new diet
is always challenging, and you don’t know what to expect from it. So now,
we are going to have an overview of the pros of this diet. For aging women,
menopause will bring severe changes and challenges, but the ketogenic diet
can help you switch gears effortlessly to continue enjoying a healthy and
happy life. Menopause can upset hormonal levels in women, which
consequently affects brainpower and cognitive abilities.

Furthermore, due to fewer estrogens and progesterone production, your
sex drive declines, and you suffer from sleep issues and mood problems.
Let’s have a look at how a ketogenic diet will help solve these side effects.

KETO BENEFITS
LOSE WEIGHT

This is maybe the most obvious benefit that the keto diet can do, but if we



stop for a moment thinking about the other diets, we can say they are so
efficacious as keto is? I will give you the answer: NO. If you think of a
regular diet with only a restriction of calories by eating less and with many
carbohydrates, when you will stop the diet, it is more likely that you will gain
your lose fatback.

With Keto, studies have shown that people have been able to follow this
diet and relay fewer hunger pangs and suppressed appetite while losing
weight at the same time! With the keto diet, you minimize carbohydrate
intake, which brings to more occasional blood sugar spikes. This is very
important because the fluctuations in blood sugar levels make you feel
hungrier and more prone to snacking in between meals. Instead, by guiding
the body towards ketosis, you are eating a more fulfilling diet of fat and
protein and harnessing energy from ketone molecules instead of glucose.
Studies show that low-carb diets effectively reduce visceral fat (the fat you
commonly see around the abdomen increases as you become obese). This
reduces your risk of obesity and improves your health in the long run.

REDUCE THE RISK OF HEART-RELATED DISEASE

Now maybe you will think about how the keto diet can help in
cardiovascular diseases if it’s based on having a high fat intake? Well,
research shows that switching to Keto can lower your blood pressure,
increase your HDL good cholesterol, and reduce your triglyceride fatty acid
levels. That’s because the fat you consume with the ketogenic diet is healthy
and high-quality fats, so they mitigate many cardiovascular symptoms and
the risk of the onset of heart disease. The diet helps boost your HDL
cholesterol level in your blood and, at the same time, decrease your LDL
cholesterol level ("bad cholesterol™). It also reduces the level of triglyceride
fatty acids in the bloodstream, whose top-level in the blood can lead to stroke
and heart attack. The ketogenic diet is limiting your carbohydrate intake,
favoring the intake of fatty acids. In 2018, researchers found that the Keto
diet can improve 22 out of 26 risk factors for cardiovascular heart disease!
These factors can be critical to some people, especially those who have a
history of heart disease in their family.

REDUCE THE RISK OF TYPE 2 DIABETES

Carbohydrates are polymers made by monomers of sugar; thus, when they
are metabolized and absorbed by the intestine, the blood sugar level rise and



insulin are produced. This is true for people with no health problems or those
who are not predisposed to metabolic disease such as diabetes (genetic
susceptibility), who have diabetes or are pre-diabetic. In these cases that I
have mentioned, the pancreas is less able or unable at all to produce insulin to
lower blood sugar levels.

When you are getting older, the pancreas function can be reduced, thus
over 50 years old; you can benefit from the keto diet. In fact, the Keto diet is
an excellent option because of the minimal intake of carbohydrates it
requires. Instead, you are harnessing most of your calories from fat or
protein, which will not cause blood sugar spikes and, ultimately, less pressure
on the pancreas to secrete insulin. Many studies have found that diabetes
patients who followed the Keto diet lost more weight and eventually reduced
their fasting glucose levels. This is good news for patients who wants to
stabilize their blood sugar levels and reduce their diabetes medication intake.

BODY’S ENERGY LEVELS RISE UP

The sources of energy for our body functions are not all the same. Briefly,
the carbohydrates are polymers (a chain) made of monomers (a ring of the
chain) which are represented by sugar (glucose). When your carbohydrate



intake is too high, your “plus” energy is stored by the liver in glycogen form
with extra fats, thus getting fat. So, what the Keto diet do to bring more
power to your body? The keto diet makes the liver produce ketones using
glycogen deposits, thus reducing the stored sugar and fat (glycogen),
allowing the weight loss. This makes ketones much more energy-rich and an
endless fuel source than glucose, a simple sugar molecule. These ketones can
physically and mentally give you a burst of energy, allowing you to have
greater focus, clarity, and attention to detail. With nearly 75% of your diet
coming from healthy fats, the brain’s neural cells and mitochondria have a
better energy source to function at the highest level. Some studies have tested
patients on the Keto diet and found they had higher cognitive functioning,
better memory recall, and less memory loss. The Keto diet can even decrease
the occurrence of migraines, which can be very detrimental to patients.

REDUCE RISK OF NEURODEGENERATIVE DISEASES

In the 20s, the ketogenic diet was first proposed to combat epilepsy in
children. Keto can improve your cognitive functioning level and protect brain
cells from injury or damage, thus improving those who suffer from diseases
like Alzheimer’s or Parkinson’s.

How? The ketogenic diet limits carbs intake, reducing blood sugar spikes
that the body’s neural cells have to keep adjusting to. Studies showed that



this neuronal “protection” helps in the prevention of neurodegenerative
diseases.

BALANCE YOUR HORMONES

Usually, women face significant symptoms of menopause due to
hormonal imbalances. The keto diet for women over 50 works by stabilizing
these imbalances such as estrogen, this aids in experiencing fewer and
bearable menopausal symptoms like hot flashes. The keto diet also balances
blood sugar levels and insulin and helps in controlling insulin sensitivity.

THE SEX DRIVE IS RISING UP

The keto diet surges the absorption of vitamin D, which is essential for
enhancing sex drive. Vitamin D ensures stable testosterone levels and other
sex hormones that could become unstable due to testosterone levels.

GENERAL INFLAMMATION REDUCTION

Body inflammation is no more than a natural response by the body’s
immune system; when it becomes uncontrollable, it can lead to an array of
health problems, some severe and some minor. The health concerns include



acne, autoimmune conditions, arthritis, psoriasis, irritable bowel syndrome,
and even acne and eczema. Often, removing sugars and carbohydrates from
your diet can help patients with these diseases. Many scientific studies
demonstrated that the keto diet decreased a blood marker linked to high
inflammation in the body by nearly 40% in the last decades.

INCREASE THE QUALITY OF YOUR SLEEP

Glucose disturbs your blood sugar levels dramatically, which in turn leads
to a low quality of sleep. Along with other menopausal symptoms, good sleep
becomes a massive problem as you age. The keto diet for women over 50 not
only balances blood glucose levels but also stabilizes other hormones like
cortisol, melatonin, and serotonin, warranting an improved and better sleep.

Aging women tend to have higher deficiencies in essential nutrients such
as an iron deficiency, which leads to brain fog and fatigue—Vitamin B12
deficiency, which leads to neurological conditions like Dementia. Cognitive
impairment in older adults increases the risk of heart disease, cancer
development, and cognition, skin, vision, and Vitamin D deficiency due to
fats deficiency. On a keto diet, the high-quality proteins ensure adequate and
excellent sources of these essential nutrients.

REGULATION OF HORMONES IN WOMEN WHO
HAVE PCOS (POLYCYSTIC OVARY SYNDROME) AND
PMS (PRE-MENSTRUAL SYNDROME)

Women who have PCOS suffer from infertility problems; hormone
regulation is partially driven by insulin blood level; thus, the ketogenic diet
can help produce hormones that help in the ovulation process, especially for
those women who present PCOS increasing the chance of getting pregnant.

THE GENDER AND AGE DIFFERENCE

There are not a lot of keto studies on female subjects. There’s still a lot
we don’t know. Yes, it is possible to reason that lower blood sugar levels and
subsequent insulin regulation can prevent diabetes, but it still amounts to
guesswork. That being said, the limited studies that have been done found
there are significant differences between the two genders and how they react
to keto. The main factor that contributes to these dissimilarities comes down
to hormones.



HORMONES AND KETO

As a woman, you know that if your hormones are out of balance, your life
is too. Hormones are a fundamental part of every process in a woman’s body,
from reproduction to stress management. It doesn’t help that they tend to
fluctuate during various times of the month and other reasons, such as a lack
of sleep.

Although men have hormones, too, they’re not nearly as sensitive to
change. And keto is a pretty drastic change, so women have to pay extra
attention to how they feel.

WHEN YOU FIRST SWITCH OVER TO EATING LOW
CARB, PLEASE TAKE CARE OF:

You may experience a lower sex drive, vaginal dryness, moodiness, and
insomnia. This is due to low estrogen levels caused by cutting out processed
foods containing soybean oil, which promote estrogen production or
menopause. If you want to raise your estrogen levels—which I recommend
doing when you’re over 50—eat more fat.

Keto may also increase the stress hormone cortisol. When your body
realizes it doesn’t have enough glucose in its system, it triggers a stress
response, and cortisol is released. This chronic stress may lead to an
imbalance of blood glucose levels, decreased bone density, and muscle loss.
But, considering that eating carbohydrates also causes fluctuating blood sugar
levels and a slew of other things, extra cortisol is not the worst that could
happen.

THE MENSTRUAL CYCLE

This is another thing women have to face, and men don’t. I know you
may be thinking about including the menstrual cycle if this book is targeted at
women 50 years and older. Well, late-onset menopause is a reality. Some
women may continue to menstruate even after the age of 55.

What makes periods extra difficult when you’re following keto is the
powerful cravings, which makes eating low carb particularly challenging.
Other than that, you feel bloated, and you’re holding on to more water than
usual—this reflects on the scale, which is, in itself, discouraging. You get
headaches, which may turn into a keto headache if you don’t pay attention to
your electrolyte balance and stay hydrated.

Digestion is an issue, and you more than likely feel like eating a bowl of



pasta instead of meat and veggies packed with fiber. And then there are the
cramps...

This is why so many women fall off the keto bandwagon at that time of
the month—something men won’t understand.

WHAT YOUR BODY NEEDS AFTER 50

If you’re 50, you’re most likely in menopause or very close to it; as your
hormone levels shift, your body changes. This process is normal and can’t be
stopped, but if you respond to these changes correctly, it may be slow down!

When you hit the 50-year mark, you may have to aspect some of these
changes that we will analyze; then, we will explain how you can use keto to
give your body what it needs to stay healthy. Your metabolism will slow
down: A slower metabolism means it will take fewer calories for you to gain
weight. The high-fat aspect of keto curbs any hunger pangs, and you will
automatically eat less to counter a sluggish metabolism.

Hormonal changes may cause digestive issues: Cutting carbohydrates
from your diet will promote a healthy gut, which will ease issues like irritable
bowel disease or other inflammatory bowel issues.

Bone loss accelerates: The drop in estrogen as you approach or enter
menopause is to blame for losing bone density. Exercise will help but eating
foods that raise your estrogen levels is also a good idea. The ketogenic diet
contains a lot of these foods, among them kale and olives. Your body stores
fatter: Fat, protein, and enough fiber will kill any cravings you have and
make it easier to avoid temptation. If you don’t eat in excess, there won’t be
fat for your body to hold on to. Your skin changes: Bone broth is an
excellent collagen source, which helps your skin maintain its elasticity.

Your libido declines: Removing sugary foods and carbs from your diet
will help boost your sex drive.

Calcium deficiency becomes a reality: The ketogenic diet allows you to
eat dairy, but furthermore, kale, and broccoli, which are stapled low-carb
veggies, are high in calcium. A lot of what we experience as we grow older
isn’t pleasant, but it is in our power to not only make it more bearable but to
slow the whole process down.

It’s already evident that following a wholesome, nutritious diet will
prolong your life by eliminating and preventing dangerous diseases. But
calorie restriction also has the ability not only to increase your life but your



lifespan. Here’s how.

In 2018 a research study was conducted by Redman et al.': participants
were asked to eat 15% fewer calories for two years. After the time elapsed,
researchers found that not only were their metabolisms slower (meaning their
bodies were more energy efficient), but they also had less oxidative stress.
Cutting calories can even reduce your risk of getting age-related diseases. It
all comes down to slowing your basal metabolism. According to Redman and
associates, if a person’s metabolism is slow, energy is spent more
economically, which means cells and organs can ‘work’ less, increasing their
longevity. Although other factors, such as oxidative stress and dietary and
biological elements that influence your metabolism, cutting calories is an
excellent way to get it where healthy aging is possible.

KETOGENIC CHALLENGES AFTER 50

It’s no wonder that your body will react adversely when you first start
keto; cutting carbs from your diet turns everything upside down. All of a
sudden has to learn to use ketones as fuel instead of glucose. So, during this
transition, you may not feel your greatest. Almost everyone who starts keto
experiences some or all of these symptoms:

Fatigue
Headache
Keto flu
Irritability
Lack of motivation
Sugar cravings
Brain fog
Dizziness
Keto rash
Constipation
Diarrhea
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But, since you’re a woman over 50, you may have to face some extra
stumbling blocks, chiefly: Your weight loss plateaus: If this happens, up to
your fat consumption to the 80% mark. Hormone imbalances: Don’t restrict
your calories too much, and don’t lose too much weight. A woman’s body is
healthiest, with 22 to 29 percent body fat. Another way to combat these pesky



hormones is to sync your diet with your menstrual cycle. When your period
starts, eat more protein, then from days 6 to 11, go to the end of low carb, and
on days 12 to 16, eat a lot of avocados, broccoli, garlic, and parsley. You can
end your cycle (days 17 to 28) by eating moderate low carb.

BENEFITS EXERCISING FOR OVER 50

REGULAR EXERCISE PREVENTS DISEASES

Generally speaking, regular physical activity has been known to reduce
the risks of diseases such as diabetes and heart disease.

This is truer for seniors who are often immunocompromised, and
exercising can improve your body's overall immune functioning and strength
against bone fracture and other kinds of age-related issues. Even if you can't
hit the gym, some light exercise can play an integral role in disease
management.

SOCIALIZATION AND COMMUNITY

Aging can be a daunting process, but it becomes fun when a community
surrounds you. Opting for yoga or fitness classes not only makes exercising
more fun but also helps you strengthen social ties with other older adults in



your neighborhood. It can help ward off the occasional loneliness that one is
likely to feel at old age. Plus, this will help you stay committed to your goals
and lead a healthier lifestyle. Regular exercise also improves your cognitive
function, reducing the risk of dementia.

EXERCISES FOR OVER 50: TIPS & TRICKS

Here I want to give some ideas and tips for exercises you can enjoy:

LIGHT WEIGHT TRAINING

You can start with some weight training to build muscle mass and
maintain bone density. If you're more interested in working out at home
rather than going to the gym, perform arm lifts and shoulder presses.

Ideally, you'll want to join a fitness center or gym where you can meet
like-minded people. You can also get a personal trainer who can guide
workouts tailored to you. Either way, remember to take it easy at first
because you don't want to push yourself too hard. Again, you won't have to
lift 150 pounds on the bench. Weight training is still a crucial exercise at any
age because you'll always have to lift, move, and put things down. You just
need to reduce the number of weights you lift to compensate for your lack of
muscle mass and strength.



There is no definitive starting point here. You need to explore where your
limit lies, so start light and work your way up to heavier weights. Aim for a
weight that is just light enough to allow you to do 10 reps where the last few
reps become challenging. Increase the weight when you can do more than 10
reps. If you can't reach 10 reps, drop the weight.

Lifting weights will help you build muscle to compensate for lost mass
and keep your body healthy. Try to work out twice a week for each muscle
group to keep the muscle evenly strengthened throughout your body.

Other than that, there are a few things you need to pay attention to. Don't
exercise the same muscle group two days in a row. Give it time to rest
because it only gets stronger when you rest after an exercise. Also, if you feel
pain, stop or try a lighter weight.

Alternatively, if barbells and dumbbells seem intimidating to you, you can
try the following:

Resistance bands

Exercise equipment
Push-ups

Modified squats and lunges
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SQUATS & SIT-UPS



When you're working on a workout program, you shouldn't skip the idea
of strength training. Squats are an excellent way to strengthen your lower
body muscles. Doing squats is relatively easy, and you won't need any kind
of equipment, except maybe a chair to support you. You can also use an
exercise ball behind your back to increase the level of difficulty. However, if
you have balance or knee problems, we recommend skipping this exercise
and opting for something much easier.

YOGA



Yoga is relaxing, healthy, and can be enjoyed with a group. It helps
improve the flexibility of your joints. Some classic yoga poses you may want
to try to include the seated forward bend, downward-facing dog, and warrior.
It also allows seniors to stay flexible and maintain their sense of balance. If
you have trouble moving or stretching, you can try chair yoga.

SWIMMING



Do you find regular exercise too dull? Swimming is a fun, non-impact
exercise that can get you through the day. The water offers gentle resistance
while also giving you a cardiovascular workout. It also builds muscle
capacity and helps you build strength again. It's almost painless and doesn't
bother your aging joints. Swimming offers an endurance workout and will
also help you get back on your feet.

AEROBICS



Participating in an aerobics class can significantly help you maintain your
healthy muscles and mobility. It will improve your balance and reduce your
risk of falls, thus dramatically improving your life's overall quality as you
age. Many studies have also indicated how aerobic exercises can protect
memory, sharpen the mind, and improve older adults' cognitive function. If
you don't feel comfortable participating in a class, you'll find many videos
online. Aerobic exercises are also known to get the heart pumping, improving
cardiovascular aid.

WALKING



If bodybuilding isn't your thing, old-fashioned walking should do the trick
too. Consider taking a nice walk around your neighborhood or going to a
nearby park. You'll be able to enjoy the weather and, why not, meet some
friends while you do it.

If you prefer to work out at home, wear a pedometer, walk around the
house, or use the stairs or a step stool. Move your arms and lift your knees as
you take each step to increase your workout.

CYCLING

Cycling is just as easy on your joints. It
helps lower your risk of heart attacks, regulate your blood pressure, and help



your mood. Pedaling is quite useful if you have back, neck, or shoulder pain
if you use a stationary recumbent bike. Such a device is very ergonomically
comfortable because you can rest your arms and back in a comfortable

position while moving your legs.
Of course, to get the full benefit of cycling, you should visit the bike

paths. As an added benefit, you can enjoy the beautiful natural landscape.

PILATES

IPerform exercises that strengthen the
core of your back, especially if you feel pain in your back. In this case,
Pilates will work wonders on your body. Simply put, Pilates is all about
building long, lean muscles and conditioning your body using controlled
movements. It strengthens, stretches, and tones all core and stabilization areas
while increasing flexibility, range of motion, and perfecting posture. Besides,
Pilates is very easy to practice because there are alternative exercises to help
beginners, especially stiff limbs.




CHAPTER 5: TIPS ON LOSING WEIGHT
OVER 50s

PROCRASTINATION COULD BE YOUR FRIEND!

Eating chips, crackers, or any other salty snack can make you eat too
quickly. The problem is that giving up these delicious cold turkey-style
snacks is difficult, especially if you've developed a taste for them. What do
you do? Well, remove these foods from your home immediately. Limit food
in the house for the week or only have healthy snacks in the house. Even
when you have a sudden craving for unhealthy snacks, the inconvenience of
going out to buy one is enough to deter you and help you suppress hunger.
Another solution is to tell yourself that you will get that unhealthy snack
"tomorrow." We are procrastinators for nature, so use that to your advantage
as well. When you set up a "plan" like that, your mind is tricked into thinking
that you'll do it when the time is right, even if that time never comes. But
what if you need to go out shopping for next week's keto meals? You have
two options. You can go to the grocery store carrying only enough money to
get everything you need for next week's meals. This way, you simply can't
afford to buy extra snacks. But this requires your prior knowledge of the
prices of the products you need to buy, and any price change can leave you
with a few extra pennies or not enough money. To get around this problem, I
recommend only bringing a little extra cash if there are price changes. An
alternative I like is to bring someone with you for the trip, but let them carry
all the money. The amount is not significant here, but it does require the other
person to be firm in not letting you buy that fry. They have the money, and
they will have to stick to the plan of buying enough for the week, nothing
more. It will be a little uncomfortable for the other person, but it should help
you stay on top of things.

EAT LESS AT NIGHT

Breakfast is the most important meal of the day, considering you haven't
eaten in the last 8 hours, while the interval between breakfast and lunch and
between lunch and dinner is 5 or 6 hours at most. Dinner should be small
because your body doesn't need to expend that much energy when you're
sleeping anyway. So the excess energy becomes fat. So, keep your dinner
light. For one thing, it helps you lose weight. Another reason is that if you



have a heavy dinner, your body will struggle to digest everything. This means
that your body will stay active until all the food has been digested, which
means you won't get a night of restful sleep if you can sleep at all. Bottom
line: Eat light and eat dinner at least 4 hours before you go to bed. Any
earlier, and you'll have a hard time sleeping.

GET ENOUGH SLEEP

When you're over 50, you no longer have the ability to party past
midnight without feeling extremely tired for the rest of the month. If there's a
crucial time to get 8 hours of sleep a day, it's right now. Getting enough sleep
helps your body regulate the hormones in your body, so try to aim for 7-9
hours of sleep a day. You can get more restful sleep by creating a nightly
routine of not looking at your computer, phone, or TV screen for at least 1
hour before bed. You can drink warm milk or water to help your body relax,
or even do 10 to 20 min. of stretching to get a restful sleep. While we're on
the topic of sleep, try to keep a consistent sleep schedule. I understand that
you want to sleep in and wake up 1 to 4 hours later than usual on the
weekends. But if you want to go to bed and wake up at the same time, your
mood and energy level will be higher. Another benefit is that your body will
learn to wake up on its own, even without an alarm clock.

FIND AN ACTIVITY YOU ENJOY

When you get enough exercise, you will know what activities you enjoy.
One way to encourage yourself to exercise more regularly is to make it fun
rather than a chore. If possible, stick to your favorite activities, and you can
get the most out of your exercises. Keep in mind that the activities you enjoy
may not be useful or necessary, so you need to find other practices to
compensate for not enjoying them as much. For example, if you like jogging,
you can work your leg muscles, but your arms are not involved. So, you need
to do push-ups or other strength training exercises. Here, your trainer can
help you decide and create a workout routine that you can stick to.

MINDFUL EATING

Mindfulness is not limited to meditation alone. Again, we won't go over
meditation in this book because that's another topic altogether. But what you
can do here is learn to love and appreciate your food. It sounds obnoxious,
but it helps your mood and promotes weight loss. In a nutshell, you just need
to put your phone away and remove any other source of distraction and focus



solely on your food, how it tastes, etc. This means eating slowly. You will
learn to appreciate how tasty your food is because you are focusing on eating.
How does this translate to weight loss? You see, there is a system in your
body that determines how full you are. The problem is that this system is not
instantaneous. It takes a while to measure how full your stomach is before
sending the signal to your brain. So, when you eat too fast, you have already
gone a mile by the time you feel full. If you eat slowly, your body has enough
time to register your fullness bite by bite. Thus, when you feel full, you have
not overeaten.

CONVENIENCE FOODS? ANSWER NO!

Convenience foods are convenient but not healthy. Not by a long shot.
They're high in calories and often don't contain essential nutrients like
protein, fiber, vitamins, etc. If you can, avoid convenience foods altogether.

COOK AT HOME MORE

Or eat out less frequently. Why should you do this? First, surely you
know that only a few places serve keto foods, let alone those that follow your
diet plan. You have to prepare your food if you want to go on a keto diet.
Another advantage is the economy. You will buy most of your ingredients
and prepare your meals ahead of time. This means you'll only spend your
money on the ingredients you know you'll need.

Consider incorporating more produce into your diet, some of which I have
already covered. Consider that eating fruits and vegetables is full of nutrients
your body needs to stay healthy; remember to include them in your diet.

I WILL NEVER STOP TO SAY: HYDRATE PROPERLY!

This means drinking enough water or herbal tea and not drinking sugary
drinks or other beverages that contain sugar. Making the transition will be
difficult for the first few weeks, but your body will thank you for it. There's
nothing healthier than good old plain water, and the recommended amount is
2 liters a day. However, since you're on a keto diet, your body needs to
consume more water, so consider 2 gallons the absolute minimum amount of
water you need to drink. I recommend drinking between 3 or even 4 gallons a
day when you're on a keto diet. If you're thirsty, then that's a sign of
dehydration, so drink some water. Drinking lots of water also leads to more
calories burned. You can shave off a few more calories by drinking cold
water because your body will spend more energy trying to regulate your body



temperature.

CHECK WITH A HEALTHCARE PROVIDER AND TALK TO A
DIETITIAN

The first thing you should do before getting into any diet is to consult
your dietitian. While the keto diet works for many people, you never really
know if it will work for you. Therefore, it is wise to ask your dietitian first
before you jump in, rather than suffer some adverse effects because your
body is not compatible with this diet.

The keto diet works for many people, but it isn’t for everyone. Your
dietitian can tell you whether the keto diet would work. Before starting the
diet, check in with your healthcare provider to ensure that you do not have
any medical condition that prevents you from losing weight, such as
hypothyroidism and polycystic ovarian syndrome. It helps to know well in
advance whether your body is even capable of losing fat in the first place
before you commit and see no result, right?

MOVE MORE AND HIRE A PERSONAL TRAINER

While we're still talking about exercise, consider getting a personal
trainer. Your trainer will also be an exercise partner because they will keep
you accountable to your schedule. Your trainer is helpful when you're doing
strength training because they can teach you how to perform the exercise,
preventing you from hurting yourself properly.

Moving doesn't necessarily mean more cardio exercises. You can't expect
to achieve more effective weight loss if you exercise for 30 min. a day and
then sit in a chair for the rest of the day. The idea is to burn more calories
than you can take in, so it pays to be a little more active throughout the day.
If you have an office job, consider getting up at least once an hour and taking
a short break by walking around the lobby for at least 5 min. It doesn't sound
like much, but it helps in the long run.

YOUR BODY ISN’T JUST “WEIGHT” ALONE!

Your body is made up of fat, muscle, fluid, bone, etc. What you want to
lose is fat weight, not muscle or fluid weight. You want as little fat mass in
your body as possible while maintaining a healthy level of non-fat mass in
your body. There are many ways to measure your body fat, but the easiest
method is to measure your calves, thighs, waist, chest, and biceps.

PROTEIN ASSUMPTION



Protein is essential for weight loss and youthfulness, including protection
against muscle breakdown and other aging disorders. Combine a high protein
intake with strength training, and you can be sure you'll build muscle faster
than it can degrade. You won't look like Arnold when he was a bodybuilder,
but you may well look fitter than the 20-year-old guy in your workplace.

SUPPLEMENTS: WHAT I NEED

As you age, your body begins to lose the ability to absorb certain
nutrients, which leads to deficits. For example, vitamin B12 and folate are
among the most common nutrients lacking in people over 50. They have an
impact on mood, energy level, and rate of weight loss. Therefore, if you feel
tired when following the keto diet, you may not be getting enough of the
nutrients your body needs. This doesn't mean you should eat more, no. You
just need to take the right supplements.

VERY IMPORTANT

Remember that staying hydrated, especially when you are first starting
your ketogenic diet! Your safest bet is to always stick with water. Whether
you like your water sparkling or flat, this is still going to be a zero-carb
option. If you are struggling with a headache or the keto fly, remember that
you can always throw a dash of salt in there.

Here is a tip:

UNSWEETENED COFFEE AND TEA

These two drinks are carb-free, so long as you don’t add sugar, milk, or
other sweeteners. Both contain caffeine that improves your metabolism and
suppresses your appetite. A word of warning to those who love light coffee
and tea lattes, though. They are made with non-fat milk and contain a lot of
carbs.



CHAPTER 6: KETO FRIENDLY FOODS

It's time to learn what you can and cannot eat while following the
ketogenic diet. Up to this point, you have most likely followed the food
pyramid that states the importance of fruits and vegetables. While they will
still be necessary for vitamins and nutrients, you will need to be selective.

You'll find a complete list of foods you can enjoy on the keto diet here!

VEGETABLES & FRUITS

Vegetables can be tricky when starting the ketogenic diet. Some
vegetables contain more carbohydrates than others. Remember: Vegetables
that grow above the ground are good; below ground is terrible.

Some popular above-ground vegetables that you should consider for your
diet (starting with the least carbs to the most carbs) include:
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Spinach
Lettuce
Avocado
Asparagus
Olives
Cucumber
Tomato
Eggplant
Cabbage
Zucchini
Cauliflower
Kale

Green Beans
Broccoli
Peppers
Brussel Sprouts
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Vegetables you should avoid:

Carrots
Onion
Parsnip
Beetroot
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P  Rutabaga
P Potato
P Sweet Potato

Every food you put on your plate includes three macronutrients: fat,
protein, and carbohydrates. This will be an essential lesson to learn before
you start your keto diet, so be sure to take your time to learn how to calculate
them.

The golden rule is that meat and dairy are primarily composed of protein
and fat. Vegetables are mostly carbohydrates. Remember that less than 5% of
your calories should come from carbohydrates while following the ketogenic
diet. This is probably the most challenging task to accomplish when you first
start; there are hidden carbs everywhere! You'll be amazed at how quickly
20g of carbs will be gone in a single day, much less in a single meal! When
you first start, you may want to dip your toes into the carb cut. As a rule,
vegetables that have less than five net carbs can be eaten reasonably freely.
To make them a little more ketogenic, I suggest putting butter on the veggies
to have a fat source in the meal.

If you still struggle at the store, figuring out which vegetables are
ketogenic, look for vegetables with leaves. Vegetables that have left are
typically spinach and lettuce, both of which are keto-friendly. Another rule to
follow is to look for green vegetables. Generally, green vegetables like green
peppers and green cabbage are lower in carbs!

Much like vegetables, some berries and fruits contain hidden
carbohydrates. As a general rule, the more considerable the amount of fruit,
the more sugar it has; this is why fruit is seen as nature's candy! On the
ketogenic diet, this is a no-go. While berries are fine in moderation, it's best
to leave other fruits out for the best results.

You may be asking yourself, do I need to eat fruit for the nutrients? The
truth is, you can get the same nutrients from vegetables while costing fewer
carbs on the ketogenic diet. While eating a few berries now and then won't
get you out of ketosis, it's good to see how they affect you. But, if you feel
like indulging in fruit as a treat, you can try some of the following:
Raspberries, blackberries, strawberries, plums, kiwis, cherries, blueberries,
clementines, cantaloupe, peaches.

Most vegetables contain many nutrients that your body can benefit from
significantly, even though they are low in calories and carbohydrates. Also,



some of them contain fiber, which helps with bowel movement. Also, your
body spends more energy breaking down and digesting fiber-rich food, so it
helps with weight loss.

Let's look at some of them more specifically:

AVOCADOS

Avocados are so popular nowadays in the health community that people
associate the word "health" with avocados. They are full of vitamins and
minerals such as potassium. Also, avocados have been proven to help the
body go into ketosis faster.

BERRIES

Many fruits contain too many carbohydrates making them unsuitable in a
keto diet, but not berries. They are low in carbs and high in fiber. Some of the
best berries to include in your diet are blackberries, blueberries, raspberries,
and strawberries.

SHIRATAKI NOODLES

If you love noodles and pasta but don't want to give them up, then
shirataki noodles are the perfect alternative. They are rich in water and
contain much fiber, which means low carbs and calories and hunger
suppression.

OILS AND OTHER FATS

The key to getting enough fat in your diet will depend on the sauces and
oils you use for cooking on the ketogenic diet. When you put enough fat in
your meals, it will keep you satisfied after each meal. The key here is to pay
attention to the labels. You may be surprised to learn that some of your
favorite condiments may have hidden sugars (looking at you, ketchup).

While you may have to be a little more careful with your condiments, you
can never go wrong with butter! Up until this point, you've probably been
encouraged to eat a low-fat diet. Now, I want you to embrace the fat! You
can put butter in just about anything! Put butter on your veggies, put it in
your coffee, and be creative!

Qils, on the other hand, can be a little more complicated. You can use
natural oils like fish oil, sesame oil, almond oil, ghee, pure olive oil, and even
peanut oil. What you want to avoid are oils that have been created in the last
sixty years or so. You want to avoid oils, including soybean oil, corn oil,
sunflower oil, and any vegetable oil. Unfortunately, these oils have been



highly processed and can hinder your process.
Stick with these for your diet instead:
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Butter

Vinaigrette

Coconut Oil

Mayo

Mustard

Guacamole

Heavy Cream
Thousand Island Dressing
Salsa

Blue Cheese Dressing
Ranch Dip

Pesto
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When it comes to dairy, high-fat will be your best option. Cheese and
butter are great options, but keep yogurts in moderation. When it comes to
milk, you'll want to avoid it because there is extra sugar in the milk. If you
like heavy cream, this can be excellent for your cooking but should be used
sparingly in your coffee.

Let's look at some of them more specifically:

COCONUT OIL

Coconut oil and other coconut-related products such as coconut milk and
coconut powder are perfect for a keto diet. Coconut oil contains mainly
MCTs that are converted to ketones by the liver for use as an immediate
source of energy.

OLIVE OIL

Olive oil is very beneficial to your heart because it contains oleic acid,
which helps decrease heart disease risk factors. Extra virgin olive oil (EVO)
is also rich in antioxidants. Best of all, olive oil can be used as a primary
source, and it has no carbohydrates. The same goes for olive.

BUTTER AND CREAM
These two foods contain many fats and a minimal amount of
carbohydrates, making them an excellent option for your keto diet.



NUTS AND SEEDS

When you start the ketogenic diet, you will be able to eat as many nuts as
you want because they are high in fat. While you can enjoy a healthy portion
of nuts, you can overdo it with nuts. As with fruits and vegetables, you would
be surprised to know that there are hidden carbohydrates here too!

Nuts and seeds are also low in carbs but high in fat. They are also healthy
and have lots of nutrients and fiber. They help reduce heart disease, cancer,
depression, and other disease risks. The fiber in these also helps make you
feel full longer, so you'd consume fewer calories, and your body would spend
more calories digesting them.

The nuts with the lowest carbohydrate content are macadamia nuts, Brazil
nuts, and pecans. These are relatively low in carbohydrates and can be
enjoyed freely while following the ketogenic diet. If you are looking for a
healthy, these are all great ketogenic snack options or something to throw in
your salad.

When you're at the store, you'll want to avoid nuts that have been treated
with frostings and sugars. All of these extras add sugar and carbs, which
you'll want to avoid. Nuts with more carbohydrates include cashews,
pistachios, almonds, pine nuts, and peanuts. It would be best to avoid these
nuts.

The problem with eating nuts is that it's easy to overdo it with them.
While they are technically keto-friendly, they still contain a high number of
calories. With that in mind, you should only eat them when you are hungry
and in need of energy. On the ketogenic diet, you'll want to avoid snacking
between meals. You don't need nuts, but they taste good! If you plan on
losing weight, put down the nuts and choose a healthier snack instead.

MEAT, FISH, EGG AND CHEESE

On the ketogenic diet, the meat will become a staple for you! When
choosing your meats, try to stick to organic, grass-fed, and unprocessed. I
want you to keep in mind that the ketogenic diet is not meant to be high in
protein; it is high in fat. People often link the ketogenic diet to a high-meat
diet, and that's not true. At the beginning of the diet, you don't need to have
excessive amounts of meat or protein. If you have extra protein, it will be
converted to glucose, throwing you out of ketosis.

Meat and poultry are the staple foods of most keto diets. Most keto meals
revolve around these two ingredients. This is because they contain no



carbohydrates and contain many vitamins and minerals. Besides, they are a
great source of protein.

There are several proteins that you can enjoy while following the
ketogenic diet. When it comes to beef, you will want to do your best to stick
to the fattier cuts. Some of the best cuts include ground beef, roast beef, veal,
and steak. If poultry is more your style, look for the darker, fattier meats.
Some good poultry selection options would be game, turkey, duck, quail, and
good old chicken. Other options include:

P  Pork loin

P  Tenderloin
P Pork chops
P Ham

P  Bacon

With your ketogenic diet, you'll also enjoy a variety of seafood dishes! At
the store, you'll want to look for wild-caught sources. Some of the best
options include mahi-mabhi, catfish, cod, halibut, trout, sardines, salmon, tuna,
and mackerel. If shellfish is more your style, you can enjoy lobster, muscles,
crab, clams, and even oysters!

Keep in mind that when selecting your meat, try to avoid cured meats and
processed meats. These items, such as jerky, hot dogs, salami, and pepperoni,
have many artificial ingredients, additives, and unnecessary sugars that will
prevent you from achieving ketosis. Now you know the best options. Stick
with them!

EGGS

Eggs make up most of the foods you will eat on a keto diet because they
are the healthiest and most versatile food of all. Even a large egg contains
very few carbohydrates but contains much protein, making it a perfect keto
diet option. Besides, eggs have been shown to have an appetite-suppressing
effect, making you feel full longer and regulating blood sugar levels. This
leads to a lower calorie intake for about a day. Just be sure to eat the whole
egg because the nutrients are in the yolk.

SEAFOOD

Fish and shellfish are perfect for keto diets. Many fish are rich in B
vitamins, potassium, and selenium. Salmon, sardines, mackerel, and other
fatty fish also contain lots of omega-3 fats that help regulate insulin levels.



These are so low in carbohydrates that it is negligible.

Shellfish are a different story because some contain few carbohydrates,
while others have many. Shrimp and most crabs are fine, but watch out for
other types of crustaceans.

PLAIN GREEK YOGURT AND COTTAGE CHEESE

These two foods are high in protein and a small number of carbs, small
enough to include in your keto diet. They also help suppress your appetite by
making you feel full for a long time, and they can be eaten alone and still be
delicious.

CHEESE

Milk, as I will discuss in the next chapter, is not acceptable. You can get
away with cheese, though. Cheese is delicious and nutritious. Luckily,
although hundreds of cheese types are all low in carbs and full of fat, eating
cheese can even help your muscles and slow down aging.

...AND SNACKSs?

The answer is yes, but in moderation. If you're looking for something to
grab, look for easy whole foods; some of these basics include eggs, cheese,
deli meats, avocados, and even olives. As long as you have these staple foods
in your fridge, this should keep you from reaching for the high-carb foods.

Vegetable sticks are crunchy and always a great option! There are plenty
of dipping sauces to add fat to your meal. Also, pork rinds are a delicious
zero-carb treat. Dried meat is also a good option, as long as you know how
many carbs are in a commercial package.

With the right options in mind, it's always good to take a look at the bad
ones. When snacking, avoid high-carb fruits, coffee with cream and sugar
juices. Before you started the ketogenic diet, these were probably the most
comfortable option. You'll also want to avoid the obvious candy, chips, and
donuts. Just remember that when you're selecting your foods, ask yourself
whether or not it's fueling you.

Let's look at some of them more specifically:

DARK CHOCOLATE AND COCOA POWDER

These two foods are delicious and contain antioxidants. Dark chocolate is
associated with reducing the risk of heart disease by lowering blood pressure.
Just be sure to choose only dark chocolate with at least 70% cocoa solids.



CHAPTER 7: KETO UNFRIENDLY
FOODS

\ 4/ Some of the food you avoid is even healthy, but they just
contain too many carbs. Here is a list of typical food you should limit or
avoid altogether:

CEREAL

Cereal is also a big culprit because sugary breakfast cereals contain a lot
of carbohydrates. This goes for "healthy cereals" as well. Just because they
use other words to describe their product doesn't mean you should believe
them. This also applies to oatmeal, whole grain cereals, etc.

By the time you eat a bowl of cereal when you're on the keto diet, you're
already well over your carb limit, and we haven't even added milk into the
equation! Therefore, avoid whole grains or the cereals we mention here
altogether.

GLUTEN-FREE BAKED GOODS

Wheat, barley, and rye all contain gluten. Some people who have celiac
disease still want to enjoy these goodies, but they can't because their
intestines become inflamed in response to gluten. For this reason, gluten-free
variations have been created to meet their needs. Gluten-free diets are all the
rage these days, but many people don't seem to realize that they contain quite
a few carbs. This includes gluten-free bread, muffins, and other baked goods.
They contain even more carbs than their gluten-free variant. Also, the flour
used to make these gluten-free products is made from grains and starches.
When you consume gluten-free bread, your blood sugar levels spike.

So, limit yourself to whole grain foods. Alternatively, you can use almond
or coconut flour to make your low carb bread.

BREAD, GRAINS & PASTA



Bread is a staple food in many countries. There are loaves of bread,
bagels, tortillas, and the list goes on. However, no matter what form bread
takes, it is still full of carbohydrates. The same goes for whole grains as well
because they are made from refined flour. Depending on your daily carb
limit, eating a sandwich or bagel can put you over your daily limit. So, if you
want to eat bread, it's best to make keto variations at home instead. Grains
like rice, wheat, and oats also contain a lot of carbs. Limit or avoid that as
well.

Pasta is also a staple food in many countries. It is versatile and
convenient. Like any other convenient food, pasta is high in carbohydrates.
When you are on your keto diet, spaghetti or any other type of pasta is not
recommended. You can probably get away with eating a small portion, but
that's not an option.

Luckily, this doesn't mean you have to give it up altogether. If you're
craving pasta, you can try other low-carb options like spiralized vegetables or
shirataki noodles

BEANS AND LEGUMES

They are also very nutritious because they are high in fiber. Research has
shown that eating them has many health benefits, such as reducing
inflammation and heart disease risk. However, they are also high in
carbohydrates. You may be able to enjoy a small amount of them when you
are on your keto diet, but make sure you know exactly how much you can eat
before you exceed your carb limit.

VEGETABLES & FRUITS

Vegetables are just as healthy for your body. Most keto diets do not care
how many vegetables you eat, as long as they are low in starch. Vegetables
that are high in fiber can help with weight loss. For one, they make you feel
full longer, so they help suppress your appetite. Another benefit is that your
body burns more calories to break down and digest. They also help control
blood sugar and aid bowel movements.

Fruits are healthy for you. They have been linked to a lower risk of heart
disease and cancer. However, there are some that you need to avoid in your
keto diets. The problem is that some of these foods contain a lot of
carbohydrates, such as bananas, raisins, dates, mangoes, and pears. As a
general rule, avoid sweet and dried fruits. Berries are an exception because
they don't contain as much sugar and are high in fiber. You can still eat some,



about 50 grams. Moderation is key. But that also means you should avoid or
limit high-starch vegetables because they have more carbohydrates than fiber.
This includes corn, potatoes, sweet potatoes, and beets.

LOW-FAT AND FAT-FREE SALAD DRESSINGS

As mentioned earlier, fruits and vegetables are mostly fine, as long as
they're low in carbs. But if you have to buy salads, keep in mind that
commercial dressings contain more carbs than you think, especially the fat-
free and low-fat variants. So, if you want to enjoy your salad, dress it with a
creamy, high-fat dressing instead. To cut down on the carbs, you can use
vinegar and olive oil, both of which have been shown to be beneficial for
heart health and weight loss.

JUICE & BEER

Juices are perhaps the worst drink you can put in your system when you
are on a keto diet. You can argue that the juice provides some nutrients, but
the problem is that it contains many carbohydrates that are very easy to
digest. As a result, your blood sugar level will spike every time you drink it.
This is also true for vegetable juices because of the fast-digesting
carbohydrates present. Another problem is that the brain does not process
liquid carbohydrates in the same way as solid carbohydrates. Solid carbs can
help suppress your appetite, but liquid carbs will only put your appetite into
overdrive.

In fact, you can drink most alcoholic beverages in moderation without
fear. For example, dry wine doesn't have many carbs, and hard liquor doesn't
have any at all. So you can drink them without worry. Beer is an exception to
this rule because it contains a lot of carbohydrates. Carbohydrates in beer or
other liquids are considered liquid carbohydrates, and they are even more
dangerous than solid carbohydrates. You see, when you eat carbohydrate-rich
food, you at least feel full. When you drink liquid carbohydrates, you don't
feel full as quickly, so there is a little appetite-suppressing effect.

SWEETENED YOGURT & MILK

Yogurt is very healthy because it is tasty and doesn't have a lot of
carbohydrates. It is a very versatile food to have in your keto diet. The
problem comes when you consume carbohydrate-rich yogurt variations, such
as fruit, low-fat, sweetened, or fat-free yogurt. A single serving of sweetened
yogurt contains as many carbs as a single serving of dessert.



If you love yogurt, you can get away with half a cup of plain Greek
yogurt with 50 grams of raspberries or blackberries. I mentioned earlier that
cereal contains many carbs, and a breakfast cereal will put you way over your
carb limit without you adding milk. Milk also has a lot of carbs on its own.
Therefore, avoid it if you can, even though milk is a good source of many
nutrients like calcium, potassium, and other B vitamins.

Of course, this doesn't mean you have to give up milk completely. You
can get away with a tbsp. or two of milk for your coffee. But cream or half-
and-half is better if you drink coffee frequently. These two contain very few
carbohydrates. But if you love to drink milk in large quantities or need it to
make your favorite drinks, consider using unsweetened coconut or almond
milk instead.

SUGAR

We mean sugar in any form, including honey. You may already be aware
of what foods that contain a lot of sugar, such as cookies, candy, and cakes,
are banned on a keto diet or any other form of diet that is designed to lose
weight.

You may not know that natural sugar, such as honey, is just as high in
carbohydrates as processed sugar. Raw forms of sugar contain even more
carbohydrates.

Not only is sugar, in general, high in carbs, but it also adds little to no
nutritional value to your meal. When you're on a keto diet, you need to keep
in mind that your diet will consist of high fiber and nutrients. Sugar is out of
the question!

If you want to sweeten your food, you can use a healthy sweetener instead
of adding as many carbohydrates to your food.



CHAPTER 4: FAQ: KETO
CHALLENGES AFTER 50

— DOES KETO DIET HAVE SIDE EFFECTS?

It would be irresponsible to ignore the side effects. Some possible adverse
effects could occur once you start the ketogenic diet. All types of diets have
adverse effects, to begin with because your body has become accustomed to
bad habits. Once you switch to a more positive way of eating, your body goes
into a sort of rebellion phase, so it feels like everything is going wrong. For
example, a person who used to eat a lot of sugar in a day may have severe
headaches once they start avoiding sugar. This is a symptom of withdrawal
and tells you that your diet is making positive changes in the body - the
important thing is to know why my body is reacting this way!

-~ WHY SOME PEOPLE HAVE FLU WHEN STARTED
KETOGENIC DIET?

Symptoms include pain, fatigue, cramping, rashes, and diarrhea. It can be
experienced, especially during the first few days on a keto diet. This can be
caused by dehydration due to your body losing a lot of water and electrolytes.
When your energy comes from fat instead of protein, your body tends to lose
more electrolytes and water through urination.

This loss is further accelerated by the low insulin and muscle glycogen
levels that accompany the keto diet. Most ketogenic diets consist of food with
low water and potassium levels, accelerating the body's loss of water and
electrolytes.

What can I do? You can manage the keto flu by drinking lots of water.
You can also eat lots of soup. If you get enough rest, you will give your body
enough energy to fight the flu independently.

It would be helpful to lower the effects of the flu by getting enough sleep.
You can also drink plenty of water to minimize the impact of keto flu. Some
supplements can be found in natural sources such as organic coffee or matcha
tea to help you overcome the flu. Make sure you have enough salts and
electrolytes as well.

-~ WHY I HAVE DIFFICULTIES IN BREATH? AND
HOW CAN BE OVERCOME?




One of the most common side effects of a keto diet is bad breath. Not
everyone who adopts the keto diet experiences this problem, but it is
expected. The difficulty with the breath is due to the processes of internal
metabolism. The influence is due to the high metabolization of fats and their
conversion into ketone bodies such as acetone. The ketone bodies are broken
down into smaller organizations and go into the bloodstream. Then, they
enter the lungs through the diffusion process, and eventually, they are
expelled through the breath.

You can control breathing difficulties by increasing your water intake.
You can also get rid of this problem by practicing good oral hygiene, such as
brushing your teeth regularly. Alternatively, you can mask the smell of
ketosis by using mints and chewing gum. You should also eat a little more
carbohydrate (vegetables) and less protein if you have this problem.

-~ DO I NEED ANY SUPPLEMENTS?

By following the keto diet, you may not be getting enough vitamins and
minerals your body needs to function normally. Plant-based minerals such as
calcium and vitamin D may not be present in your keto diet in the amounts
your body requires. Long periods of mineral deficiency can cause a high risk
of getting lifestyle diseases such as heart failure.

Heart failure results from the hardening of the heart muscles due to a lack
of selenium. Selenium is an essential antioxidant usually found in plant-based
foods or nuts (such as Amazonian walnuts). Selenium deficiency is a
hardening of your heart muscles that leads to heart failure. To overcome this
problem, eat plenty of fruits and vegetables to get vitamins. You can also use
beneficial supplements to treat the deficiencies, which come with the keto
diet.

Also, you may experience fatigue once you adopt a keto diet. Fatigue is
caused by the absence of glucose in the central nervous system. Don't worry!
In a few days, this side effect will last, and it may still cause a lot of
discomfort and fear on your part. You can easily overcome fatigue by
drinking plenty of water and getting enough rest. You can also avoid
engaging in strenuous exercises. You can even eat healthy carbohydrates to
give you the extra energy your body needs.

-~ DOES THE KETO DIET INCREASE THE RISK OF
CHRONIC DISEASES, INFLAMMATION, AND OTHERS?



The Keto diet requires you to put a limit on the number of carbohydrates
and proteins you consume. When you eat a lot of fat to get enough calories
your body needs, you will limit fiber-rich foods such as fruits, legumes, or
vegetables. These foods can strengthen your immune system; they are
nutrients your body needs to stay healthy. Therefore, limiting your intake of
these nutrients increases your risk of chronic diseases such as diabetes,
cancer, and high blood pressure. Studies show that chronic diseases can be
prevented with diets rich in fruits and vegetables. When you limit their
consumption, you reduce their beneficial impact. If you feel this way, eat
plenty of fruits and vegetables. You can also incorporate exercise into your
keto diet for the best results. Always remember to drink water!

The high-fat consumption required for ketosis can significantly alter
cholesterol and lipoproteins' structure; the result is inflammation. This occurs
when the cells in your body use a lot of energy to accomplish their normal
functioning. Chronic inflammation is also one of the causes of heart disease.

To minimize chronic inflammation, you can control the inflammation
problem by eating solid fats and oils. Be sure to also include high-fiber foods
in your daily intakes, such as fruits and vegetables.

Keto diets can weaken the immune system in some cases. Dysbiosis is
another side effect that can occur when the proper balance of bacteria is
altered in your gastrointestinal tract. Highly saturated fats and low levels of
fiber in your digestive system are the cause of the disruption. This is
especially the case when you ingest diets with little prebiotic fiber. Any
impairment of your gastrointestinal tract could damage immune function
leading to exposure to chronic disease.

To avoid a weakened immune system, incorporate workouts into your
keto diet. You can also eat foods that are high in fiber, such as fruits and
vegetables. Also, be sure to drink plenty of water.

A keto diet can also damage your digestive system in the long run. It has
been thought that the Keto diet can cause stomach problems such as
constipation, high cholesterol levels, diarrhea, kidney stones, and vomiting.

You may also experience abnormal stomach gas. This is normal because
the sugar alcohols found in some keto diets can produce gas after digestion.
To control gastrointestinal problems, drink plenty of water and eat fiber-rich
foods like fruits and vegetables to encourage healthy bacteria's growth in
your gastrointestinal system. Get into the habit of exercising regularly.



-~ HOW CAN I FACE THE CHALLENGE OF WEIGHT
CYCLING?

When you restrict food diets for an extended
period, you may gain too much weight when you are not dieting, which you
then go on to lose when you are dieting. This process of alternating between
weight gain and weight loss is what is called weight cycling. Weight cycling
can increase your risk for chronic disease. You can control weight cyclicality
by shortening the intervals between diets and the days when you are dieting-
free. You should gradually increase the amount of food you consume during
free dieting days so that your body has enough time to adjust to the changes
in your schedule.

1 large organic egg, white and yolk separated

DAY 1
BREAKFAST

220. KETO COFFEE

Prep. Time: 45 seconds

Cooking time: 60seconds

Servings: 2

Ingredient:

2 tbsp. organic coconut oil (or MCT oil)
1 tsp. vanilla extract (optional)

2 cups of coffee

2 tbsp. grass-fed of unsalted butter

1 tbsp. heavy whipping cream (Optional)

Direction:

Brew 2 cups of coffee with your preferred form into a big container. Try to
pick something big enough (like a measuring jug) to prevent spill when we
mix it.

If you use a pour-over process, my suggestion is the size of kosher (or
somewhat smaller) salt to grind. Fill your coffee filter and wet the coffee with
a little water and let it "bloom" for about 30 seconds. Then brew normally in
a circular movement by pouring the sugar, carefully ensuring the coffee does
not swim in sugar. Take your butter, cocoon oil and dip blender. If you like,
you can mix it in a standard blender, but I feel it's more troublemaking than
cleaning in a normal blender.

Cut 2 tbsp. Cut off of butter fed with hay. I'm shocked how few people use
markings for packages — they just cut it in, they work! I like salted butter
personally, but many do not. Feel free to start checking unsalted first.

Low the butter and add 1 tsp. Vanilla extract and 2 tbsp plunk. Coconut oil
(or MCT oil if you need it) too. Finally, but not least, the 1 Tbsp. Strong
cream. Heavy cream. This makes the coffee so smooth for a silky feel.



Mix it all with your immersion mixer. Usually, the top gets a large frothy cap
between 45-60 seconds. Make sure the immersion blender is rotated up and
down to emulsify all the fat in the coffee. This would also ventilate the
mixture by adding extra froth. Note: You can do it all with a regular blender
bottle and mixer ball, so you don't have to shake fats every few min.

Look out for the froth (it may drop down the side), but your keto proof coffee
is done! Measure it and drink it in your favorite tub.

Knead with your hands or with a spoon to flavor it entirely and
create a consistent mixture.

2. Mold into 16 mini meatballs.

3. Prepare 8 strips of bacon and divide into two,



making 16 bacon slices. Wrap one slice around one ball.

4. Crispy fry the bacon in two tablespoons of oil
using a nonstick frying pan. Remember to cook all sides of the balls.

5. Transfer to a dish once the meatballs turn golden
on every side and the bacon is crispy to your liking.

6. Slice the jalapeno into slivers and the cheese into
small squares.

7. Top the hot meatballs with a piece of cheese and a
slice of jalapefio. Push a toothpick through the ball to hold the tower
together. Let the cheese melt on top of the meatball.

8. Enjoy warm with any dip of your choice!

Making vinegared sushi rice:

1. Wash and cut the cauliflower into small pieces to
prepare the cauliflower rice. You can use a knife or a food processor
(better choice) to process until obtaining the rice-like pieces.

2. Place the riced cauliflower in a closed container
and cook it in the microwave for three minutes. Allow them to cool
down. You can also steam or cook the cauliflower in a frying pan. In
a mixing bowl, add rice vinegar, sweetener, and salt. Add cauliflower
rice and cream cheese in. Stir everything well with a wooden spoon
until you obtain a homogeneous dough.

Prepare sushi fillings and assemble:

1. Peel off the avocado and cucumber skins. Slice
into slivers. Slice the salmon into thin slivers too. Scramble egg with
a pinch of salt, fry it in a pan, then cut into thin strips.

2. Prep a sushi roller with transparent plastic on both
sides to avoid sticking the mixture onto the roller.

3. Place the sushi mat roller on a flat surface. Lay a
rectangular nori sheet on top.

4. Split the rice mixture into 2 parts for the 2 nori
sheets. Scoop out one part and spread this mixture uniformly over the
nori sheet.

5. Arrange the strips of avocado, salmon, egg, and
cucumber on one short edge of the sheet. Make sure that the roller
can be reeled in that direction.

6. With extra care, roll the filled side up to the other
edge of the sheet. Repeat the procedure with the other sheets and
remaining mixture.

7. Ideally, chill in the fridge for half an hour before
cutting the roll. If desired, simply slice the roll without refrigerating.
Slice all sushi rolls into bite-size pieces. This should make 4
servings.

Carefully roll the chicken, tuck the
ends inside, and finally hold the pieces together with a toothpick.

3. Prepare 3 strips of bacon and wrap them around the rolled up chicken
breast.

4. Set an 8-inch non-stick skillet sprayed with cooking spray over
medium-high heat.

5. Sear the chicken in the pan, 5 minutes per side until there are no more
pink spots on the chicken. Leave in the pan for an additional 2 minutes
before removing the toothpick. Lay the chicken on top of a bed of lettuce
and serve.

6. If preferred, make the breadcrumb coating for the chicken. Brush the
cooked chicken with beaten egg (1 egg or less) and roll it in 2-3 tbsp of
almond flour to coat entirely.

4 Add scallops on the grill, cook for 2 minutes, flip and cook

for 2 minutes more. Divide fennel and scallops on plates, drizzle fennel
and ghee mix and serve with lime wedges on the side.
