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PREFACE.

This catalogne was commenced in the year 1867 for use in arranging
the collections of the School of Mines of Columbia College, bui after
many months’ labor, when the work was nearly completed up to that
date, it was abandoned on account of the press of other duties. The
collections have since that time increased to such an extent that the
necessity of a Museum catalogue has impressed itself upon me many
times, but other duties prevented my taking it up. In the year 1885,
however, having occasion to make some investigations and finding it
almost impossible to get at the different synonyms of the various min-
erals on account of the impertections of theindices of the various works,
the work was taken up again and finished. :

It was found that the progress of the science since 1867 had been so
great that the work previously done had to be altogether abandoned,
8o that all that is left of it is the general plan. It is hardly to be hoped
that this catalogue is without errors, or that every name which has been
published has been found. There are, however, several thousand more
names contained in it than in any other published index.

The first edition of this catalogue was published as Bulletin No. 33 of
the U. S. National Museum. For the preparation of this edition the
plates of the first edition, which were loaned by the authorities of the
National Museum for this purpose, were copied, and the pages were made
up in single columns, with wide margins for notes. All the errata and
addenda of the first edition were incorporated in the text, and many
additions, and such changes as the progress of the science called for, made.

Since the publication of the second edition a third has become neces-
sary, and for this a thorough revision of the whole work has been made
and such changes have been introduced and such names added or placed
among the synonyms as the progress of the science made necessary. As
far as possible the names of rocks have been omitted, except in such
cases as they are also mames of minerals. The names of well-authen-
ticated species have been printed in capitals, those of doubtful species in
italics, and those of synonyms in ordinary type. As far as possible the
name of the authority for the species has been given in italics. The
synonyms under each species, where that is necessary, have been divided
into classes, which are printed in small capitals, and their synonyms are
arranged alphabetically for convenience in referring to them. The
symbols representing the composition of the minerals have been given
according to the new system, as that seems mostly to accord with the
modern usage.

In the orthography of the species and synonyms English, French, and
German spellings have been most frequently adopted. The Spanish and
Italian have only occasionally been given, as they do not differ essentially
from those of the other three languages. It must be remembered, in
looking for a name, that ¢ and #,and ¢ and y, are frequently interchange-
able. In some cases cc is equivalent to ¢k, and ff is equal to w. For the
most part the names, with the exception of the termination, are the same
in‘'all languages. The termination ¢f¢ has usually been given, and its
equivalent ¢, ith, or ita has generally not been repeated. In the first
edition no attempt was made to prove that the names in ¢falics which
follow the various names and synonyms are those of the original describers
of the species. For this edition a great amount of time and labor has
been expended to discover if possible the anthors of the species, and it is
believed that if, in some cases, the original describer of the mineral has
not been found, the names given are, at least, those of the persons by whom
they were first used or to whom the species have been credited by some
prominent aunthority.
