-n lC beSl known fea tures o f J apan ese heraldry arc the devices c:! lIed 111(11/. 

wh ich arc lIsua lly simple yet cJegam motifs based n n plaTlL~, he.we nl), 
bod ies. gt.'Omctric shapes or, more r.trcly. animals. U)' th eir \'cly simplicity 
mOil arc much more easily rccObrn isablc than European co.U.s-of-.HlllS, 
even if the European s)'Stem of quartel; ng and labels p rovides a more 
p recise identificatio n of a n indh'idu:ll. Unlike a European biaZOll , 
howeve r. the particular colour of a mOil ",,is lIe\'cr specified , T hey are 
usually d epicted as bl:.lck upon ..... h ile or another light colour, o r in ..... hite 
upo n black 01' ano the r d~lrk colo ured fi eld , I'a l'licuhll' colours \,'c re 
in trod uced in the design of the n:lgs upon \\'hich the mOil were mosl 
ofte n d isplayed o n the baule fi cld . 

The direct parallel to mon in EUl'ope an her.lld rv is thc badge, which 
was se ..... n 0 11 to a soldier 's j ackcL and used fol' the sallie puq>osc o f <luick 
recognitio n : but as mOil also served as thc equivalcnt o f thc coaL-of-arms, 
the layman 's understanding of them as 'J apanesc Hun i!)' cl"es t.~· is l1o l100 
wide o f the mark. Ma n of len appear ,is th e <lcwal crcst al>OI'c thc peak 
of a J apancse S;:\IllUI,li's helmet, and ,H'e also scc n on scabbard dcsigns. 
on fl ags at shdnes. or as a pU I'ely deco ra tive cle lllc nt 011 clOIh ing. 

It sho uld be no tcd lha t, unlike th e qu arteri ng 011 a Euro pean knight's 
Slircoal , mon did no t :tlways appear o n th e slccveless jill/mOIl, which was 
t.h e J apanese eqlli\~,de lli. of tJH! slireoa\. Th is garllle nt , which was uscd 
a ni)' by h igh-ranking samurai. and " trely while actua lly figh ting, tended 
to be lavishly embroidered w1lh designs th at had no particular heraldic 
sib'llific:l nce . 

Most of the illus lr:ujons in this book in volve mOil , but il is iml>orlant 
to stress a t tJlC o utSet tha t mOil were on ly pan of the story of J apanese 
heraldr}', as the following pages w1ll show.

Japanese Imperial heraldry 
The earliest rnen tion of fl ags in the co ntext of J apan is fo und in <I n 
ande ll t Chinese chron icle, and refCni to rncsscll f,<Crs being sem to Japa n 
fro m China be:ui ng yellow bann ers, yellow being the most highly 
estee med colour. The ea rly emperors of J apan arc also recorded ,IS 
givi ng 1lal:."S of gold bl'Ocade along with prcscntation swords as gi ft~ to the 
warrio rs whomlhey commissioned and scm o ut to chastise rebels against 
the th l'One. 

T he cmperors of .lap an th emselves ~II'C tradi tionally associated with the 
hihll 110 go mOl!, the well-known design ofa l6-petalled chI1~a l lth emllll1 . Its 
o ri l:.'; l1 is o bscure, and il has been suggested Ihal il may be derived rrom 
:111 image of the sun r::1 1I H~ I' th an a flower, wi th what appear to be flower 
petals actually be ing the sun 's mys. Whatever its origin, the kiku no go 
ilion \\~dS an emblelll which \\';lS reserved fo r imperial usc alo ne; anel in 
1871. following the Meij i Resloralio n wh ich led to the establishme nt of 
modem J apan . a deCl'ec was issued fo rbidding anyone to usc <Iny mo n 
that could be mistaken fo r the imperial s)'lli bol. Regulations ror the 
disp lay of the imperial ch l')'S<lIlthemum were also SCI. Ol lt <lI the same time, 
and specified thaI the l6-pe talled fl ower was fo r the reigning emperor 
o nly, wilh the small circle in the middle ind icating that it was bei ng viewed 
fro m the front. Imperial princes had a 14-pe talled flower. with th e calyx 
in the centre ind icating that it \\~ts being viewed from below. Emperor 
Go Daigo. whose abortive a ttempt to resto re imperial power in the 14th 
cent ury led to the Nanbokucho \Val'S. used a 17-pclallcd chrysan theTll ulIl 
d uring his years of exi le. 

T he earliest ilillstr.ltions o f mon in J apanese hist,ory arc associated 
with e mperors an d th ei r courts. They may be found in scrolls depicti ng 
imperial p rocessions, where va rio us simple designs arc seen as ea rly as

From the 10th cenlury AD onwards the powerfl ilianciowni lig families of 
J apan began a stnlggle for supreillacy Ihal ...... IS e\·ellt llally 10 lead t.o the 
curtailment of imperial powe r and Lhe I·dcgation of th e e mpe ror to the 
position ofa figure heild. The '\~""'I·iors who served these lords were called

The lo ng ri\~ til1' between tin: Tai ra am] the Milla m olu d ans pruvides 
an ea rly ancl well-reco rded example o f the use o f herald ry in Japan. T he 
military o pcnttio ns carried out d u ring the Hogen Rebellio n of 11 56, the 
Heij i Rebellion of 11 60 and th e Ge mpci War o f 11 80-85 were all 
chantcteriscd by the usc o f flal:,J'S for anny identification and organisatio n . 
T he panicul ar type of flags used at th is time were called h(lta jiru.slli, and 
consisted of long 'streamers' hung from a horizontal crossbar strung 10 
the top of a tall po le. The haw j irushi we re carried in to b .. 'lule by 
fool.sold icrs, or by mounted men who rod e alo ngside the elite samu nti 
mounted arche rs. 

The o ne aspeCl o f heraldic display at this time that is no t se riously 
8 disputed is the usc of red fl al:,'S by lhe Taim and whi te flags by the

& A:S. Unlo rtul1::ltely there is 110 unequivocal 
proof for thc aClual use of Ihese I\\'U lIIu n during 
th e 12th celllllry, but el'el) latcr painted SCi'een 
and woodblock print de pictillg: th e CClllpei War 
ill\~triably shows them 011 the red or whit e lIab'S' In 
th e shrin e on the Sill' o f th e battlc of YashimH 
( 11 84) is displayed a b,lIllie r said to have been 
used by the Minamo to dUI·iIlK the baltic. It is plain 
\\'hile , and apllC,II'S to have had no emble m 
added 10 it. 

So did thc Taint and the r-. lil l;\moto lise Illo n o n 
the ir flags? In the 18th-ccllllllY work entitled the 
I-Iollcllo (;rltlkiko th e hiswrian Ami l lakllsc ki 
( 1656-1725) qllott'S a passage from the Neik, 

M orlOgrl/flri ref cITing to the T:lir:t·s rcd fl ags and the Minamow wh ite 
flags. and th en goes on to say that Ihe iboku (cul'!ai ns) had their 
respeeth'c man o n tht:m, The ibaku, which werc also called I/Ullm. wc re 
another chal~lc teris lic fea ture of th e siUll llrai hatlldield. They were large 
d o th Cllflains suspe nded from !'Opes sillng be tween po les to scree n olTa 
primte area fo r the cOllllllander and his closest n' lilllle. These clII't;tins 
were such an established fe,uurc of samurai life that when Min amoto 
Yoritomo se l up his shogunat c in 11 92 he ca lled the 11151,illltl011 lhe 
bollu!ll, ' the government behind th e curtain ', 

During the 16th century il \\~IS usual fo r I,trge versions o f the 
COlllmandc r·s mon 10 be embroidered or printed on the maku. It is, 
howcver, by no means d eal' whether any designs appeared 011 the Taira 
and M inamoto maku during Ihe 12th-celllury Gel11pci Wa l'S. lIIustr,ltiOTls 
o f Ihe Gosan nen (, Late r Three Ye:u'S') War, fOllghl by Min:lmOI O Yoshiic 
from 1086 10 1089, show a d evice o f birds o n Yoshiie 's maku , an allusion 
to an incident when he \\'<LS ,\~\rned of an ambush by \\'ild birds rising in 
disorde r from a lield; bUI this may wel l be an installce of an h Lic licence 
b)' the scroll illustrmo r, who has tried to include lhe famoliS lcgend in 
some way, 

T he re is. howC"cr, consider.tbl c ci l'clllllsl;:lIltial evide nce tha t some 
lonn of device, either the actual Tair.1 and Mill.unoto 111011 or o ther 
designs, did appear on th ei .. nah'S o n many occasions. For example. al 
one stage during the Ccmpei War 11'10 branches of the Minamo to were 
in action in diflc .. e nt arC'L~ of Japan , and C\'cllluall)' 10llght each other. 
In 11 84 Minamolo YoshilStlne \\'<1.'1 sellt to qucil the disturbances caused 
in Kyoto by his boisterous COllsin Minamoto Yoshinaka, who had 9 



dere.Hed the Taira the pre\'io us rear and occupied the c:'lpital with mllch 
looting and destructioll . In the I-Ir'ike M o,wgf/(m7 aCCOUill there is a 
description o f the panic c;llIscd in Kyoto when an army with wh ile 
banne rs W:IS seen approaching. T he ci tizens were afraid that Yoshinaka 
was com in g to pill agc th em again . hut the Minamot.o samurai wcrc soon 
ident ified as YoshitSll ll C'S men because their ' insign ia were different ', 
and c;llm was restored. In ;mOll1el' senioll of th e J-Ir~ike M (Jlloga(ari a 
group o f Taira pa rtbmns arc mentioned as havi ng '" badge of oak leaves' . 
B01 h these passages imply that various mall we re added to U1C whi w a nd 
red nabrs; and in a further passage such :1Il altel"l1ative man is d escribe d , 
when a me mbe r of lhe Kodama famil y, who were allied with the 
1\-li110111IOI.O. is recorded as using a white flag with Ihe mOll of a fan . II 
therefore seems rea~onahle to conclude that bo th -nlira and Mina11lo to 
mo n were of Ie II displayed upo n their nab'S' and that these were probably 
the designs .of the bUlIe rny and the gelllili n. 

Another place \\'Ilerc motifS. might appear during this lime \\~lS on lhe 
front of t.he large woodell manllct shields which the footsoldiers uscd for 
prot ection on the b;lItldicJd. As well as mon , black bands sOllletimL'S 
lI ppear t.o have been pai nted .on the front. Similar black bands also "ppear 
0 11 the white and red fl ab>';' prob;Jbl)' to distinguish nullS with in an an n)" o r 
pc..: rhaps to show cadet br~lI1chcs of the same famil),. 

MOil were nut the a nI), devices u.sed .on nags, curtains and shields 
dlLling the Gempd War. There are several authentic cx'1Il1plcs of 
fla !:,'l:! bearing religious 01' p<': I"5Onal inscriptio ns written in black ink. 
These include Budd hist praycrs, poetic exho rtations to br;I\'c l)', and 
invocations o f ' "<lIi oIlS Shinto kmlll' (god s) t.o whom a warrior was 
particularly d<:\'otcd. Sasaki -nlk:Usuna , the hero .of thc cros. .. ing.of the Uji 
River in 11 84, issupposcd 10 have used a white r'ectangi llar banner with a 
pr<l}'cr wri tten 01 1 il in black ink 1IlJ(1 dated :Iishu 2' ( 1178).

It was <llIile common fo r a particular famil )' to adopl a 
mo n o r othe r d esign because of an an cestor 's bra\"C cxploit. the cho ice 
of lllotifreferring in somc way 10 thi '! pro ud incidcnl in family history. A~ 
in the case no ted above of Minamoto Yoshiie bei ng credi ted wi th thc 
d esign of Ilying birds on his maku, it is often ilHl)()ssiblc to determine 
I"heth er or not the device ""IS "elually used by the nanu:d 1v;lrrior, or 
retrospectively attributed 10 him hy proud descendan u who Ihe lllselvcs 
m:\de use of it (this is perhaps eompat·able to Ih e pr.tclice known in 
EUl"Opea n herald ry as 'ca nting arlJls'). 

A case in poi nl is the Chil};1 f,unily. -111e '/fli lll'l·ki, which describes the 
Nanbokucho Wars of Ihe 14th ("clllury. refers 10 the 1I'lo1.' b)' the Chil" l 
fa mily o f twO 1};lnicular mon: a 1l., ttCI"ll of eitht:!"

o n the poi nt o f anni hil:ition during a battle will I thei l· ri \":t ls. The 
constellatiOn of U1C Plough was vcry pro mine nl in the night sky OI'el" Ihe 
bal1leficld , so Ihe Chiba pr:.l)'cd to Ihe deil )' M)'omi I\o sat$u, who II~IS 

associated with the seven Slal"S o f the Plough . A~ a rcsull "'·lro mi Ikl!i<"llm 
appeared to th em in :l vision, and Ihe Chill<I were saved . We do 1101 know 
for certaill whether thc Chiba used the mon in the immed iatc aliennath 
of tlle ir sah~ltion ; lIor is there all)' absolu te proof that Iltc), u~d it during 
the Ce rnpei War, I\'he n Chiba TSllnet:lne ( 111 8- 120 1) suppo rted 
Minamoto YOritOIllO, although this would seCIll likdy. Instead . the 
mid-14th Cellltll) ' provides Ihe firs t docume nt;u)' eddence of il~ :IClual 
displa)" and a la ter Chiba uscd the device in 1'155. 

KlIInag;.li Na07.anc, who \I':IS o nc o f the legendary heroes of the 
Gempci \Var, pro\"ides ano Ult; r eX:llllple oflhesc PUtties ovc r allribution. 
Naoz:tne firs t served th e Tai ra, hut then secretly swi lched his a llegiance 
to Minamoto Yorito mo. Whe n Yori tOlnO 1\~<iS o n the run allcr his defe,lI 
at lshibashiyama in 11 80, Naol.:l nc I\~IS sent to tr. ld: him dowlI . II I.' found 
Yoritomo hiding in a tree and . nOI wishing to bell(l~' hi '! lI l'w master, sluck 
his bow into th e br.lIlchcs and distu rbed two dovcs. The doves new o ut, 
a nd their prescnce in the trec satisfied his companions th at no one else 
cou ld have been hiding then~. The incid ent is givcn added poignallcy by 
the 1;lc t that doves arc rega rded as the llles.'lCligers of l lachiman Oai 
Bosatsu, Ihe deified Emperor Oji n, who 1\~lS bo th the tlilelal)' kami of , he 
Min allloto and , efl"cctil'e l)" tl le J apa llcsc glXl Orl\~lr. 

On the banner lalc r attribut ed to Kumagai Naol.anc Ihen~ appear h\'O 
dOI'es and the name of Hachiman , and in one \·cnion Ihe first eh;lI<lcter 
11(1 is written using IWO dove shapes. ' 111cre is also lhe mon of a snowflake, 
which refers LO Ule f;lCI that lhe search fOI· the fleeing MinamOIO YOIitomo 
look place in wi nlenime. II ma)' well be that Naof.anc used this l};uU1er 
dUling his later Circe!", which included the b:1II1l' of Ichinolani in 11 84:

Heraldry and the Mongol I nva sion s 
T he MinamOlo shoguns we re uSlI l")>cd ill their turn ill 12 1H by the Il ojo 
famil y, who ruled from the e ily of K:unakur.l under their disti nctive mOil 11 
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of three triangles arranged in a pauern like fi sh scales. T h is d esign is 
usuan)' refe rred 10 as being based on actual fish scales (cf Plale C I). but 
Bojo f;lmily tr'adition describes the scales as those of a dragon . The 
goddess Senten Ilad appeared to I-I ojo To kimasa in the 12th cenlllr), on 
the island o f Enoshima. alltl whell she Cillcred the sea he noticed th at 
she had a dragon 's tail and had left some sCllles be hind on th e beach . 

Overall . the 13th ce ntu ry was a comparatively peaceful period for 
Japall , dislllrbcd a ni)' by a short-lived allcmp' at impe lial restoration, and 
by the d ramatic ddeal o f the Mongols' <llIcmpt<."d iO\~lS ion. The practice 
of displaying mon 0 11 hata ji rushi nab'S continued througho Ul this time. 
and in 12 19 it member of the Iriki family of Satsuma is no ted as having 
mistlelOe as his mon; howcvcr, pictolial sources arc non-cxistent before 
the appearance o f t.he Moko S/ulmi EJwlobo (Mongol Invasio n Scroll ), one 
of thc mOst ill1p0l1:1nl conte mpora ry sources for thc appeamnce of 
S<llllura i anllies. 

This fa mo us scroll was painted under th e 
direction of a certain l 11kezaki Sucnaga so that he 
could usc it as a basis for pressing his claim fo r 
re"~lrd for fighting :lg.tillSt the Mongol army in 
1274 . Apan from valuable illusu";.\l.io ns OfcoSllllne 
and eqlliprncllI in a narrowly datable context, it 
also includes several excellCIll de pi ctions o f 
he raldry in the latter part of the 131.h ce nlllry. The 
Mongol Im~lS iO Il Scroll shows us UllU herald ic 
ide ntilic,nio n \\~lS still provided on ly by flags 
carlied by a sa mumi's atlendanl, e ither a mounted 
man or a fooL~oldier. All the flags depicted on ,11is 
scro ll arc o f hala j il'llshi 10 1111. 

Most of these nags afC while banners dilTeren­
tialed fro m o ne anothe r by the usc o f man, wh ich 
arc dearly linked in the accompanying text to 
ind ivid ual samurai. thus p rovi din g concrete 
proof that the identification of individuals by the

Elite samurai and the horo 
Apart from a daim)'O's collection of sllmdanls, the most gallant sight on 
a baulefield was the colourful appearance of the elite waniors who wore 
horo. lltis "'as another' item of e(luipment that Imd a heraldic function, 
and consisted of a CUriOliS fornl of cloak stretched over a basketwol'k 
frame. The horo fill ed up with air as the hOI'SClllllll rode along, and was 
a popular means o f identifying a daimyo's pe rsonal mounted samurai 
bodyguard. There is a I'cfere ncc ill the l-IosoJWW(l l'u.mi OIxxgflki to a 
particu lar lISC of both hol"O a lld s:lshimono: 'When taking the helld of a 
horo(-wearing) warr ior, Wr.11> it in the silk of the hol"O, and in the case 
of an o rdinary w-"rr·io ,·. wl'ap it in the silk of Ihe sashilllOIlO' - a passage 
tilal connrms the impression Ihal a man who worc a horo was 
:K)mething special. O da Nobull ag<1 had IWO eli te IIniu; disting uished 
by red and black hom, while To),otomi Hideyoshi's bodyguard wore 
gold-coloured horo . 

The elite lsllka i ball (Illessenger corps), "",ho acted as aides ... d<.--c-.unp o n 
the baule neld and the refore had to be instantly rt.-cogn isablc. often wore 
either brightly colo ured horo or an cxtm-Iargc Sllshimono, or c"en botll 
togcthcr. lllC horo might bear the daimyo's mo n on a brightly colo ured 
b<lckgro und, o r would be parti-coioUl'cd in a \'cry slriking way. Instead of 
a horo Takeda Shingcn's messengers wore" sashimo no bearing the apl 
dcvice o f a busy cClIlipcdc. Tokllgawa Ic)'asu's LSllkai wore a sash imono 
wilh the chamcte l' go (the rigurc '5') - a tll )"slicalnumber associated with 
the god Fudo.

THE STANDARD-BEARER IN BATTLE 

Because of th eir high visibility and their \'ital functions the bl';I\'c 
standard-bearers attnlclcd the hca\'ic~t fire on baulcliclds. and their 
roles arc o f len me lllio ncd in th e war chron icles. The Ak:ul1atsu famil), 
provides o ne of the earliest examples of a written accouTil o f bnn'cr}, 
associated with a s:mllll, 1i lo rd 's standard·bearers, who were the n known 
as h(lla slIshi (' flag carriers'). The following anccciolt' frolll lhe /\Inlokll ki 
refers to a baule :1[ the e nd of the Nanbokllcho (onnins in the lale

Ashlgaru heraldry 
The lowl)' ashigarll weapo n companies provided the most rigid example 
of ntles o r he ra ldic display. From abo llt 1560 onwards ashigaru wcre 
being iSSlied with 'loan armour', lIsually o f th e simplc okl'jJflw(t-aQ style. 
Th cse cuirasses consisted of a numbe r of horizon tal iron plates rivcted 
toge thcr to makc a breas tplate and a backp late. The resu lting smooth , 
sligh tly ridged surfaces \\'crc lacquered , and would almost i 1l\~lI'iably have 
a commo n idc ntifying 1Il0 tif - usually the daim)'o's mon - ste ncilled o n 
th e brca.~t pla l e, Some accoun ts slate that the mOil \\~L~ also applicd 10 the 
backplate, bu t the present amhor has never secn any examples of this.

HERAL DRY AND THE 
TOKUGAWA SHOGUNS 

By the e nd o f the 16th cent ulY the system o f J apanese he ra ldry, altho ugh 
still unwritteil , was becoming uni\'ersally recogniscd and was rcmarkabl), 
uniform in its execution . Mon now appeared o n the sai ls of daimyos' 
ships and o n the coStumes of samurai e"e n when 1I0t in the fi e ld, such as 
the limes when 111<.'1' were b'l. larding a castle. In such a casc the s..,murai's 
costume would probably be the kal1lisliilllo, which combined Iwkallla (wide 
trousc rs) and hinw"o (robe) with rhe curiOIlS stiffened winged jacket 
called a kall/gillll. The mon were displa),ed on the breasts and back of the 
katagin u , and also appeared o n the slee\'es of the kimo no. The 
all-pu rpose 11(10"; jacket would also carl)' ilion . On a larger scale, huge 
nobori nab'S were tlown from the towers of castles, and mo n still appeared 
o n the maku fi e ld curtains. 

\ Vith the triumph OftJ1C TOkugawa family a t the baule o r Sckigahara in 
1600 alld Ille bebrlTlning of th e peaceful Edo Pe riod after the liquidation 
o f the Toyotomi family al Osaka in 161 5, we sec the final organisa tion of 



a heraldic system combiniug mo n and colour, thus en·cclive\y making 
lIIi1ilal)' uniforms 0 111 of S<\IIlIL11Ii COSlumc. T he designs of mOil. the 
colours of the coats, and Ihe lIumbe r o f flags were a ll meticulousl), laid 
down in regulations, just as was every lL'I>CCI of samurai life unde r the 
Tokugawa.

The mOSI interesting example of th e uSC of th e 
hi no mal'll, however, is lhe ad\'e lltu rcr Yamada 
Nagam asa ( 1578- 1633) . wh o is said to have 
employed it as his banner whell he se n 'ed the king 
o f Siam as his bodyguard. If true, this wOI lld make 
it vinually a Japanese national flag, as Yamada 
Nagamasa led a sizeable conlingelll of J apanese 
Illercenaries ill Siamese service. Unfol'lunal.el)'. 
the votivc painting prese nt ed by Yamada 
Nagamasa to the A'i<lma Shrinc in Shizuoka. 
which depicts a Siamese ship with him on board, 
only shows the Yamada family flag of a mon 
design , and not the hi no mal'll. The trad ition of 
Yamada IIsin g the hi no maru may therefore just 
be wishful thinking 0 11 the part o f J apan ese 
patriots at the Lime when the natio nal flag was 
introduced in the Meiji Period to fl y fro m ships 
taking Japanesc embassies abroad .

The Heraldry of Samurai Armies 
for Wargamers and Modellers 

Wargamers and modetlers may be Interested by the following notes on how 
to use the descriptions and illustrations in this book for painting an accurate 
samurai army in miniature. 

As is apparent from the text, there are huge gaps in the records; but the 
best guide to what a samurai anny of the Sengoku period may have looked 
like are the known designs of man or, in certain cases, the fuller illustrations 
of heraldic display taken from the 0 Uma Jifl)shi. I have tried to include as 
many as possible of these In this book. either In the monochrome illustrations 
or in the colour plates. As the original source shows 220 different families 
I have had to be selective. I have therefore omitted those which are 
unidentifiable, Of which are illustrated in my other books. In The Samurai 
Sourcebook (Cassell, 1998), for example, many of the illustrations from the 
o Uma Jirushi are described, but lack of space meant that very few could be 
illustrated. Of these I have given preference here to any that might be 
ambiguous from the written descriptions alone. 

The great value of the 0 Ums Jirush/ls that, although It was not compiled 
until 1650, its details of flags can probably be safety extrapolated back at 
least one generation. There is no space here to show the relevant family 
trees fOf doing this, and the reader is referred to The Samurai Sourcebook, 
where most of the mafor famiHes are covered. 

The most straightforward armies to create are those of the Gempei Wars 
with their simple hata jirushi. The colourful designs on the armour, produced 
by making patterns with the lacing of the plates. had no heraldic 
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significance, although red was supposed to be reserved for generals. 
With the Introduction of the soda jirushi and kass jirush; we are able to 
consider more 'uniform' armies, but the challenge realty begins with the 
Sengoku period . 

For a 16th-century headquarters scene, make sure that your daimyo has 
his 0 urns Frushl and ko urns jirushl and any other flags that are known. 
These are usually noted In the 0 Ums Jirushi. but the drawing is often a bit 
fanciful, so lake heed of my descriptions. There is often a description of a 
dalmyo's helmet too, so make a model ashigaru carrying it, and don't forget 
the drummers and the conch-blower. The surrounding curtains would bear 
the daimyo's mono 

The 0 Uma Jirushi usually g ives additional details about the so-called ban 
sashfmono, which may be taken as the design of back flags used by the 
samurai. These usually bofe the mon, and in order to create subdivisions 
within the army it is not unreasonable to place it on different coloured flags. 
The five colours of red. blue, yellow, black and white were quite common. 
Complications arose when subordinate units of an army were commanded 
by generals who used their own designs along with the overall commander's 
mono The 'Twenty-Four Generals' of Takeda Shingeo who were famity

members used their own man, but in many cases the distinction between 
family members, hereditary retainers and allies was a fine one. Thus the II 
fought at Sekigahara under their own banners, not those of the Tokugawa. 
See my Ashigaru 1467-1649 (Warrior 29, OSPf'ey) for a more complete 
discussion of this point. 

In most cases the messengers of the tsukai ban should be distinguished 
by a vivid horo or sashimono. Sometimes a back flag design is also 
recorded for the common footsoldlers, but the display of the man on the 
breastplate was practically universal. Usually there would be numerous 
noborl-carriers in the army. If the actual design of a nobori is not recorded, 
then to place the man at the top of a long white flag cannot be 
far wrong. 

For some families active during the early to mid-16th century. or who 
died out before 1650, often only the mon is known; this Is particularly true 
of those families that were destroyed after fighting on the losing side In the 
famous battles of the Sengoku period. An example is Kasahara Kiyoshlge, 
whose mon in shown as Plate C8; his family were wiped out by Takeda 
Shingen. In such cases the mon will have to provide the basis for painting 
the entire army. Make the uma jirushi a large rectangular flag bearing the 
mono The nobori would have either one man at the top, or three In a 
vertical row. 

An authentic-looking army would have numerous naberi, and the 
samurai would display sashimono bearing the mon. To distinguish units of 
samurai two historically accurate methods may be adopted. In the case of 
a family such as the Kasahara, where the base colour appears to have been 
important, different units may be distinguished by using single, double or 
triple bands of black or white at the top of the flag. OthelWise, different 
coloured fields in the five lucky colours can be used. Give the ashigaru the 
man in gold lacquer on the breastplates and jingasa helmets.

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THE PLATES 

The demands of space and composition make It Impossible 
to render the separate Images of flags and standards on 
these plates to a constant scale. Their approximate relative 
sizes may be inferred from desrip tions of various types 
of flags in the text and from some of the monochrome 
illustrations. 

A; THE BATTLE OF DAN NO URA, 1185 
The battle of Dan no Ura, which ended the Gempei Wars, 
was fought al sea: and the legends say that the waves turned 
red with the blood of the s'ain and the red dye from the flags 
01 the defeated Taira family, while the white flags of the 
Mlnamoto were flaunted In triumph. We see here the bunerf1y 
mon of the Taira (A4) and the gentian of the Mil'l8moto (A3) 
on flags of hata jiru$hi form. The main subject, however, 
recalls the tittle known contingent of soldier-priests from the 
Kumano Shrine, who fought under the white banner of 
Kongodoji, guardian of the three shrines 01 Kumano (A 1). The 
Kumano standard-bearer is approached by a comrade who 
brings him a red silk banner (A2) bearing the imperial 
ctllysantl'lemum of the child emperor Antoku, who was 
drowned during the battle, this flag was flown from several 
ships that were not carrying the emperor, so as to confuse 
the Minamoto. The three-legged hawk emblem (AS) was 
another device used by the Kumano Shrine lorces, 

B: THE MUROMACHI PERIOD, 1338- 1588 
This plate depicts some famous flags used by the Kusunoki 
family and their opponents during the Nanbokucho Wars: 
other flags take the story on into the Muromachi Period, 
which ended in 1568 with the abdication 01 the last Ashlkaga 
shogun. 
Bl : The 'chrysanthemum on the water' flag of Kusunokl 
Masashige (1294-1336). which symbolised his loyalty to the 
emperor in a unique way. 
B2: The same design but with the addition of the Chinese 
slogan described in the body text on page 13. 
B3: Ashikaga Shigeuji (1434-97) was styled Koga-kubo, 
'governor at Koga' in the war-torn Kanlo region. His banner 
bore both the Ashikaga family's k.iri emblem and a hi no maru 
sun disc. This Is one of the earliest depictions on a samurai's 
banner 01 the motJI that was later to appear on Japan's 
national flag. 
84: The flag of the last Ashikaga shogun, Yoshiaki (1537-97), 
who combined a red sun disc with the ancient Ashikaga 
device of an evocation of the god Hachiman. The hi no mBru 
is e«reclly called a 'rising' sun, although in the West that 
term is nowadays used specifICally lor the rayed sun battle 
Hag used during World War 11. 
B5: Ouchl Yoshitaka (1507-51) was typical of the old 
aristocracy who were overthrown by their own vassals during 
the turmoil 01 the gekokujo following the Onin Wars. His flag 
bears his man below the titles of the kami Myomi Dai 
Bosatsu, Hachiman Dal Bosatsu, and the deified Sogawara 
Michizane. See the illustration on page 17 for a more 
elaborate version. 

The other il!ustrations show examples of the heraldic 
innovation of the 14th-15th centuries - the use of a small flag 
attached to the samurai's person, rather than a separate 
banner carried by a servant.

The relief 01 Suemori castle in 1584 by the army of Maeda 
Toshile (1538-99) was one of the mosl celebrated actions 
fought by this famous general, who served Hideyoshl from 
his castle town of Kanazawa. This plate, which is based on 
a painted scroll owned by the Maeda family and never 
published outside Japan, gIVes an impression 01 the Maeda 
hleratchy In a typical heraldic ensemble 01 the period, 

Maeda Toshlle (Fl ) and hiS son Toshinaga (1562-1614) (F2), 
who are sitting on camp stools, have their spectacular 
helmets (FaA. F3B) displayed on spears carried by their 
ashiganJ attendants as if they were personal flags; the 
helmets SAl hugely extended with lightweight materials inlo 
the shape 01 courtiers caps, Ollded and silvered respectively. 
with adcled white and black horsehair fringes. Behind Toshile 
flies the banner of Shokl. the queller of demons (F5) , Which 
he used as his 0 uma Jlrushl ('great standard'); a subsldi3IY 
standard was a three-dimensional shape with a feather 
plume ball (F6). The scroll shows two olher flags: F4 has the 
'three commas' motif In wnite on red, and F8 the characters 
lor 'gold' and 'child' In gold on blue. A mass of the usual 
nobori are white with lhe Maeda mon In black. This also 
appears on the soldiers' helmets and bmastplates In gold, 

0: KATO KIVOMASA AT CHINJU. 1583 
The ultimate samurai achievement was 10 be seen to be the 
first Into battle. When the Objective was a castle, the proof of 
entry was to have one's flags flown from the wall; and on 
occasion standard-bearers are known 10 have thrown their 
lord's flag over lhe walilOf the samurai 10 follow. During the 
Japanese attack on Chinju in Korea In 1593, the retainers of 
Kato Kiyomasa (1562-16 11 ) and Kuroda Nagamasa 
(1568-1623) were In competition to be the first through the 
breach. Kiyomasa's standard·bearer lida Kakubei throws the 
'Nichiren flag' (G1) over lhe wall- an ancient hats jirushi with 
the Buddhist inscription 'Hall to the Lotus of the DiVine Law'. 
lida was one of Kato's three most loyal retainers, who took; it 
in tums to carry their lord's nag; lide wore as a sashimono a 
ph,ime 01 white featherS, his comrade Morimoto Geodayu a 
Similar display 01 black featherS, while Shobayashi Shun]in 
wore one 01 white over black. 

Another flag-bearer (G2) loIlows Ilda with Kato's ko uma 
Prushf ('lesser standard'), which was 01 a multiple design - a 
nobori bearing Kato's circular blue 'snake's eye' mon 
surmounted by a three-dimensional fan device of white paper 
strips fluttering from 'fronds' mounted on a golden circlet. To 
the rear Is the Kuroda standard-bearer (G3), frustrated in his 
attempt at gloty: the purple nobori bears Kuroda 's mon in 
white. but Ihe small S41shimono has a black disc on white

H5: The nobori 01 Naoe Kanetsugu (1570-16 19), who fought 
against Tokugawa forces al Hasedo In 1600 in lhe service of 
Ishida's ally Uesugl Kagekatsu,

Satake Yoshlnobu (157Q-1633) as a rigid 'cut-out'; he 100II: a 
prominent role in the battle of lmaluku during the Osaka 
Winter Campaign of 1614-15. 
Hl~13: The striking C¥'ld varied heraldic designs used by 
Hoshina Masamilsu (1561-1631), who fought at Osaka in 
1615. The sash/mono (Hl0) and nobori (H131 show the man; 
this was repeated in triple form, one block above two, on 
5111all nags protruding frc.n the top of his messengers' all-1l.Id 
hero. His great standard (HI 2) was a spray of peacock's 
feathers, his lesser standard (HI I) a three-dImensional gold 
flower shape. 
H14: Mukai Tadakatsu, who acted as Tokugawa leyasu's 
admiral and fought at Osaka, used a flag with the character 
mu as his personal sash/mono. His great standard (HI5) was 
a three-dimensional golden bell. 
H16: Makino Tadanari, who fought at Osaka, used this three­
leaved flower on his standard; but his other flags displayed a 
ladder design. The sashimono had ten rungs (H17); those of 
his messengers bore this motif in white 00 a red ground. His 
noborl are Illustrated with yellow seven-runged ladders on a 
black ground .

I : TSUGARU NOBUHIRA AT HIROSAKI 
CASTLE, 1810 
The Tsugaru family became dominant in the far north of 
Japan. a position they strengthened by their support for the 
Tokogawa family at the time of Seldgahara. In this plate 
Tsugat\l Nobuhlra (1566-1631) marches prouc:fly through the 
snow to take possession of his newly built castle of HirosakJ. 
The most prominent motif is his moo 01 a swastika, which 
appears in red on the jingass helmets and bfeastplates of the 
lowly ashlgat\l. and in gold upon the red sashimono 01 
the samurai (14, 15). Red swastikas also appear on the 
numerous white nobori flags (12). The 0 uma jirushi (11) uses 
different religious symbolism; a huge. gold-lacquemd, three­
dimensional shakujo. the metal-ringed rattle used by the 
Itin8fllnt members 01 a mounlaln-based Buddhist sect to 
drive wild animals away during their pilgrimages through the 
high country. The heavy standard is socketed and tied to the 
back of a strong soldier and steadied by elltra ropes; note the 
double red sasltimono 01 the rope men. Ganied behind 
Tsugaru, wearing his characteristic antlered helmet, is his 
lesser standard (13), a nag bearing a gold disc on white.
