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Foreword

This is a reverse dictionary of symbols: the thing or idea to be sym-
bolized is listed first, followed by a list of symbols. The work is based
upon my book, Symbolism: A Comprehensive Dictionary (published by
McFarland in 1986), but is far from simply a reconfiguration of the in-
formation in that work. While the two books are complementary, it is
not necessary to have one to make sense of the other. That book is for
the person seeking to learn the meaning of a symbol that has already
been used elsewhere. This book is designed for the person looking for
a symbol to use in his own creation.

Terms

The technical terms of symbolism are inexact. Attribute fades off
into emblem, emblem onto association, and so forth. Some items are
clearly attributes, some are clearly emblems, some are both, some are
not exactly either. The definitions that follow are about as close as one
can come. They are presented not as iron-clad rules, but as guidelines
to aid understanding.

e allusion a reference to an historical person or event, or an ar-
tistic or literary work. To have an “albatross around one’s neck”
is an allusion to Coleridge’s poem “The Rime of the Ancient
Mariner.”

» association something linked in memory or imagination, or by
correlation or analogy with an object, idea, person, or event. The
letter “A” is associated with beginning.

 attribute an object closely connected with or belonging to a
specific person, office, or event. The keys to heaven are an at-
tribute of St. Paul.

« emblem an object or representation of an object suggesting
another object or person. Three feathers are an emblem of the
Prince of Wales and Wales itself.



* symbol something which is itself, yet stands for, suggests, or
means something else by reason of relationship or convention. A
dove is a symbol of peace.

Allusions, associations, attributes, and emblems are all considered
symbols, but not all symbols are one of these.

Further Information

As with its precursor, this work brings together more items than any
other single source. Fortunately, most of the symbols are obvious in
origin and use. To explain everything contained herein would require a
much larger, much more expensive book. Unfortunately, explanatory
information on symbolism is often scattered or so detailed that it is only
of interest to scholars.

In many cases, brief explanations can be culled from standard en-
cyclopedias, biographical dictionaries, and common reference works
such as The Reader’s Encyclopedia, or Butler’s Lives of the Saints.

Background information cannot necessarily be found in works on
symbolism; nevertheless, the following works may also be useful:

Signs and Symbols in Christian Art. Oxford Univer-
sity Press, 1959. 123pp., illus.
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An excellent book dealing especially with Renaissance Christian art.
Individual articles are not comprehensive, however, and the index
must be used to gather complete information.

Hall, James. Dictionary of Subjects and Symbols in Art. Harper, 1974.

345pp.
A very good source for art symbols.

Olderr, Steven. Symbolism: A Comprehensive Dictionary. McFarland,
1986. 159pp.
The best single source to find out what else a particular symbol is used
for, although it offers few explanations of why. The present Reverse
Symbolism Dictionary is keyed to this earlier work.

Don’t be discouraged if your local library does not have these par-
ticular works; they may have others, and your librarian will be able to
get a great deal of information from general reference books.
