understanding, creation/charging of and use of a magical sigils. While sigils
exist  abundantly  in  every culture, the  average  individual does  not  take  into
account  how  many exist  and  are  at  work  in  their  everyday  lives. 
These 
“Sigils” could also be referred to as visual mnemonic devices because in fact
they are.  In this book the term sigil will be loosely interchanged at times with 
the  term sign or symbol.  While not  always  linguistically or grammatically
correct the assumption will be made that the reader understands what we are
working with here.

Included are examples of ways to create sigils which range from simple to the
more complex. Also you will find information on other elements which can
be used  in  the  creation  of a sigil,  brief bios of known and  lesser  known
individuals and accounts/examples of the author’s own experiences.

Sign: A display used to identify or advertise a place of business or a product 

Sign:  Something  material or external  that stands for or signifies something
spiritual
Symbol: Something which stands for or suggests something else by reason of
relationship, association, convention, or accidental resemblance; especially: a
visible sign of something invisible <the lion is a symbol of courage>

(Definitions from
 Merriam Webster online dictionary)
A drive through the smallest town or city exposes one to countless symbols, 
sigils and  hyper-sigils in the form of signage on the outside of gas stations, 
convenience  stores, restaurants and  businesses.  One look  at  a trademarked
sign (sigil) representing a brand  can  invoke  all the  energy  of the  past 
experiences  ever  involved with  it.  The food,  atmosphere,  events,  costumed 
characters,  commercials,  jingles,  cartoon art,  and childhood  birthday  parties
that  are  invoked  by the  sign
or logo outside
your  favorite  childhood 
restaurant are a good example.

Some sigils gain or lose power over

time  and  take on  entirely  different

meanings.  At  one  point  in  history

seeing
the  deaths
head
or
Jolly 

Roger  flag  meant  that
you  were

soon  to  be
dead.  Today’s Jolly

Roger
is
affixed 
to 

party/recreational boats and part of

children’s films as if the original idea

of
giving
no  quarter  and  killing

everyone  had  never  been  attached

to  it  in  the  past.  To  fully  grasp  this imagine  the  signs and  symbols of the
terrorist organizations present in the world today (2013) being flown on the
flags of a party boat on a lake 50 years from now.

An  obvious example  of a powerful and  infamous sigil transforming is the 
swastika/sunwheel. Long before the existence of the Nazi party and the rise
of Adolf  Hitler,  the swastika was used  by various eastern  religions to 
represent  a sacred  empowering force and  was widely used  as a religious
symbol. (Endnote 1)

As the Nazi party formed with its roots deep in occult philosophy, it adopted
the swastika as its symbol for the Aryan race.  As a result, the swastika was
charged  with  a great  deal  of negative energy lasting  into  the  present  day. 
More than sixty years after WWII and the fall of the Nazi party the swastika
carries an infamously bad reputation in the western world.

Corporations, 
sports
teams
and
governments use these sigils powerfully on 
a daily basis to  influence  you, and many
times not in your best interest.

Why do  these  sigils/symbols/signs have
such  attractive  qualities and  the  power  to 
attract  ones  attention? Why have so  many

systems such as Jungian archetypes and the various in sets of tarot cards been
created  in  attempt  to  understand  them  and  put  them  to  use?  Why do the 
similar lines, images and themes appear throughout the history of mankind?
While questions can be asked and theories developed about theses image one
thing  is certain; they have a profound  influence and  can  be  used  to  the
advantage of the reader if wished.

Sigils are present and powerful aspects
of daily life and can be better understood
by anyone. They can be used for both 
high and low magic, memory recall and 
motivation. From achieving one’s
“If you know the enemy 

and know yourself you 
need not fear the result of
a hundred battles.” - Sun 
Tzu, Art of War

object of desire, to attempting regression into an atavistic state of universal 
conscious. 
(Endnote 2) With that being the case, I would propose that not
only should  they  be understood  but  created,  experienced  and  used  by the
willing and able reader. 

It was said  that  in the  ancient  Olympic Games there  were  three types of
people
present.  They  were:
The
Competitors,  the  Observers
and  the
Vendors.  The use  and  understanding  of sigil  magic requires one  to  create,
charge and put to use a sigil, not just sit on your ass and look for the next
occult book to purchase. The time to compete is now.

Why do sigils work?

While this book is by no  means a psychological,  linguistic or religious
analysis,
the  simple answers are  WILL and  EFFORT. 
Call  it  magic, 
mnemonics, hijacking a language system, the use of a sigil can and does work 
regardless of the labels applied. 

Consider the following maxim in western magic:
To know, to dare, to will, to keep silent

The above is taken from Eliphas Levi’s The Doctrine of Ritual Magic and is what 
Levi refers to as the four words of the magus. The sentence while taken out
of context  to  a degree is the  basic guideline for the  execution  of any
successful operation magical or otherwise and can be broken down further:

TO KNOW:  Seek the knowledge and proper method of doing 

TO DARE:  Venture beyond the certain. Go past the gate keepers which 
hold you back (e.g. Fear, tradition morality, belief systems, karmic concepts)                                                        

TO  WILL:  Have  the  ability,  skill direction,  momentum  and  guts to  go
forward with the action and effect the change. 

TO KEEP SILENT: To not lessen, or destroy the outcome by speaking
about it and investing excessive energy in the event or results.
To  know that  the  works, and  its outcome, are  only tools the means to  an
end. Generally you do not mow the yard and then push the mower around
with you for the rest of the day.

Without a doubt the personal use and creation of sigils is not for everyone. 
The value of using them as a tool will not easily be understood or accepted
by everyone. 

What you can do with this book

You may read this book and decide that everything within it is garbage and
that is alright. You may take this book and add it to your growing collection
of occult  related  topics while never  attempting anything  described  in the
contents and that too is quite alright. You might also be the one in a hundred
readers who  have  the guts to  see if  any of this works which  is more  than
alright.  Many read,  few remember,  and even less act  upon  the knowledge
they acquire. It is entirely up to you. This is a push…

Take a moment  to  review the  above definitions and  consider  how 
you
personally define the  word  OCCULT.  When  you  hear  the  word  spoken  or
see it  written  how  do  you  feel  about  it? Does it  give  you  a sense  of
excitement,  evil, darkness or perhaps visions of people dressed  in  dark
cloaks? What has led you to think what you do about the word OCCULT? 
Is it  the  result  of direct  experience, reading  or inference  as a result  of real
teachings? Or, is your perception  of the word  OCCULT based  on what
others have shoved down your throat, founded by the television, book and
movie industry  which  has been  spoon fed  to  you by popular  culture  since
birth? Has some  robotic asshole smashed  his particular  belief system  into
your psyche causing you to  accept  their definition  of the  word  OCCULT
without question?

Consider  the  idea that that  word  OCCULT has been  manipulated  and 
hijacked  by popular  media,  confused members of religious institutions and 
weak  worried  minds.  It  somehow became  the  accepted  one word  mantra
(sigil?)  used  to  inspire  fear  and  general  distaste  to  anything  it has been
applied.

This popular  misuse  of the word  OCCULT still  goes unchallenged  to  this
day and without a doubt you can thank such things as the Satanic Panic of
the  1980s’ (Disproven by FBI‘s Kenneth Lanning in  his 1992 study) and a 
slew of entertaining movies like The Omen,  The Exorcist and Rosemary’s
Baby (Which seem to be treated as factual events by some viewers.) 

While entertaining  and  scary  fodder  for conversation  these  films and  the
media’s portrayal  of the OCCULT can  soundly be called  misleading and
based on fear driven delusions. 

What  other  things present  in  your  life have been  hijacked  and  used  as one 
word banishing devices? Does the fact that sigil magic is considered possibly
something from the OCCULT stop you from wanting to involve yourself in
its use?  Is your  definition  of the  word  and  things associated  with  it  simply
part of the tools of a gate keeper who does not allow you to go any further?

invoking demons may have many and
sometimes

This has nothing to do with your right
to  do  whatever  you  want,  when  you
want  to;  and  everything to  do  with
realizing that  unless you  are  living  the
life of a hermit or truly seek to be ostracized, you need to gel with, to some 
degree, the society around you. Something even as integrated as the practice
yoga is in western culture may draw sour responses from the uninformed.

The truth here being you can, and certainly will drive people in your life away
if you go about the study of any topic improperly. Sigil Magic is a tool like
any mnemonic device but on a bit deeper level. There is no reason for you to 
alienate yourself from the general populace with its use. That is why I would 
like you to consider the concept that you, by reading this booklet are in fact
studying the art of Sigil Magic just as if you would study any other topic. That
when  you  put  a sigil  to  use  you  in  fact  are  not  casting  a spell  or cursing
something as much as you are FOCUSING and MEDITATING upon it as
you would :

An anchor in Neurolinguistic programming
A mantra or yantra from the Hindu/yogic traditions
A prayer or chant

A devotion to a Saint

A mnemonic device

A piece of art, religious or  otherwise

A journal entry

A photograph that inspires emotions

ROBERT ANTON WILSON

Robert  Anton  Wilson  has been  called  a Philosopher,  occultist,  author,
Discordian  prophet/pope,  PhD. in  Psychology, guerrilla ontologist  and 
more. Robert Anton Wilson wrote both fiction and non-fiction on a number
of topics including logic, linguistics/structure  of language, secret societies,
conspiracy theories ,  Aleister  Crowley, magic, yoga and Timothy Leary’s 8
circuit model of consciousness to name a few. 

In  his lifetime  Wilson  claimed  to  have met  with supernatural  and  other 
worldly creatures of all types and wrote about his experiences in The Cosmic
Trigger.

GIORDANO BRUNO

1548-1600
Dominican Friar, intellectual, philosopher, magician and heretic sentenced to
death by the Roman inquisition for his controversial theories contrary to the 
Catholic doctrine.  Giordano  Bruno  spread  his ideas across Europe  on  a
number of subjects including astrology, astronomy, mathematics, magic and
the  use  of mnemonic devices. As a result he was excommunicated  three
times by the Catholic, Calvinist and Lutheran churches.  Giordano Bruno’s
promoted  theories which  included  the  idea that  sun  was the  center  of the 
solar  system  and  that  each  individual  star  was simply another  sun  with  the
ability  to support  life. His teachings left  him consistently on  the run,  and
eventually executed by Catholic inquisitors.

Giordano Bruno amongst his many works wrote De Magica , Thesus De Magica, 
and De Imaginum, Signorum, Et Idearum Compostione (On the Compostion of Images, 

Signs and Ideas.) His work also included many mnemonic symbols and visual
tools.   

One of Giordano Bruno’s mnemonic devices
Giordano  Bruno  was turned  over  by an  unhappy  student/patron  to  the 
Roman Inquisition and refused to recant his sacrosanct philosophies. Some
of the charges brought against Bruno were:

Speaking against the church and its representatives 

Opinions against the trinity, Christ and incarnation 

Holding contrary opinions regarding the virginity of Mary 

The practice of magic 

On January 20, 1600, Bruno was declared a heretic and burned at the stake
for his failure to recant before his inquisitors. 


What is the Method Used?

In Austin Osman Spare’s The Book of Pleasure he writes:
“Sigils  are  the  monograms of thought,  for  the  governments of energy  (all 
heraldry, crests, monograms, are Sigils and the Karmas they govern), relating
to  Karma;  a mathematical  means of symbolizing  desire  and  giving it form 
that  has the  virtue of preventing any thought  and  association  on  that
particular desire (at the magical time), escaping the detection of the Ego, so
that  it  does not  restrain  or attach  such  desire  to  its own  transitory  images,
memories and worries, but allows its free passage into the subconscious.”

In short the foundation of the basic method described within is:

IDENTIFY YOUR DESIRE

FORM
EASILY VISULALIZED

Getting Started…

Step One - Determining you goal
It  is first  important  to  ask  the question “What is my sigil to be used for”.
What is the goal you hope to achieve and is it already obtainable by regular or
mundane means? As interesting  as taking the  time  to create  and  charge  a
magical  sigil  may be, is the  act  of doing so only a means for you  to  avoid 
doing to real work that  must be done to achieve your goal? Think of what 
you  can do  without a sigil  first  to  reach  your  goal  and if  you find  those
options are exhausted the creation of a sigil may be in order.

To begin you must first establish the goal in your mind and formulate it into 
a simple sentence of intention/desire. Keeping it brief is key and also helps
to  make  things easier  unless you  consider  the  possibility  of a very  large
written  statement  as part of the  charging  of the  sigil  itself.  Lack of brevity 
may be an indication of poor organization/direction in most cases.

Bruce Lee once wrote this about the martial art of
 Jeet Kune Do: “In JKD, ….
one  does  not  accumulate  but  eliminate. It  is not  daily increase  but  daily
decrease. The height of cultivation always runs to simplicity.”

The formulation of your sentence of intention is where the boiling down of
the sigil begins. 

Here are some examples of sentences of intention:
1.
It is my wish to get into better physical shape

2.
I want to move on from my failing relationship. OR: I am seeking better 
relationships

3.
I will have a more positive outlook on life

4.
I will focus on a new path

5.
I would like to maintain my motivation to complete this book

6.
I would like to attract ______(Money, Opportunity, Love etc.)

7.
Stay out of my way

Once you have developed your sentence of intention you will need to read it
to yourself several times. Again review everything you could possibly do with
the  current  personal  and  worldly resources available.  Also  consider  how
achieving this goal will fit into your life and if it is truly reasonable. 

If man could have half his wishes, he would double
his troubles. – Poor Richards Almanac
While you  set  the  limits of what  you  can  truly
accomplish it is important to remember there are
limits which differ from person to person.

Consider the following again: 

Are  you  seeking
the  goal  for
destructive
or
constructive purposes? 

Is this goal within my reach, just out of my grasp, or ridiculous? 

Have I focused on the normal path a person would take to achieve this goal
and failed?
Am I doing this just to appear special or spooky to someone or to use it as a
topic of conversation?

In  some  cases special  attention  is given  to  the sentence  being written
positively
as
opposed 
to 

negative. Does it matter to you?

Some
would  argue  that  your

statements of intention  should 

always be positive. There is quite 

a
difference 
between 
the 

following two sentences:

I
am 
tired 
of
being 
an 

overweight, out of shape slug. 

I would like to do everything in my power to obtain my goal weight. 

Step Two - Working with your sentence of intention

This is the  point where  you  begin the  ritual  of creating  the  sigil.  Take a
moment to look up the word RITUAL. Ritual, like the word OCCULT tends
to get people riled up thanks to popular culture’s misuse of the word and the
connotations placed upon it.  Just because the word is abused and misused
by so many does not mean that the concept of a ritual should not be of use
to  you. The negative  views applied  to  the  word ritual serve once again as
gatekeepers driving the easily frightened away.

If you have any apprehension about the use of ritual think about the pregame 
actions some  of your  favorite  athletes  complete before  they enter  the field,
course  or ring.  Be  it a wearing  a favorite shirt,  completing a certain action 
prior  to  the  start  of a sporting event or simply saying a prayer before
competing. Like sigils, rituals are part of everyday life. You can also simply
reframe it all by using terms like formulating, fabricating or any other word
synonymous with creation.  

Using a sigil is not the average means of approaching a goal so why should its
creation be average? The most basic tools for creating a sigil are a pen and
paper. Even in these early stages importance can be assigned to the pen and
paper used in writing your sentence of intention if you wish. Using a special
pen (e.g. with the name, emblem or color of something related to your goal)
and paper is a good example. Always remember you are undertaking a ritual
that is intended to have a strong impact on your mind and world and every 
step from this point on matters.

Examples: 

Using a pen or writing device related to your goal. 


Paper with significant colors related to goal or somehow related to it.

Setting/place where you do the work/create the sigil. A location that

might put you in a specific state of mind congruent with your goal. 

1.
Your own quite place or room

2.
In  the  a very  busy area crowded  by people (if chaos is
needed)

3.
A place of significance to influence the required mood 

4.
Near  the  location  of the goal  you  wish  to  achieve  (e.g.  the
union hall of the college you are trying to get accepted to). 

Changing or affecting mindset(aka Set) :  Changing your  mindset  to 
one  of extreme calm or high excitement(Consciously or emotionally)
by:

1.
Food  or lack of.  After  a large  meal  or after  eating  food
specific to your goal. 

2.
Coffee, 
herbal 
teas, 
caffeine
(other 
state
changing
foods/drinks)

3.
Intense exercise or its polar opposite.

4.
Meditation  (Mantra,  Yantra,  one  pointed  concentration, 
Metta)

5.
Sex or lack of. 

6.
Music ranging from white noise, binaural beats, sounds in 
nature, classical,  acoustic,  bubblegum  pop, rock metal,
death metal, to complete audio dissonance.

7.
Smells/Odors. 
From
good 
to 
bad.
Lavender 
and
cinnamon  and  many others for example  are  documented
to  have a very  positive effect  on  the  mind. One  extreme
example of this is an  unverified  story  of a band  member 
who  reportedly kept  a rotted  crow  carcass on  tour with 
him  and  would  smell  it  to  get  into  the proper  mindset
before  a show  (Always  keep  in  mind  your  own  personal
health in safety). 

8.
Anything that would invoke strong emotions or energy.

(See Appendix 1 for more state/mindset changing ideas) 

The use of these special tools, settings and mindsets are the real beginning of
energizing and charging your sigil. 
Take for example  all that is involved  in a professional  football team’s logo
which is in reality highly charged sigil. In one team logo alone you have the
following things consistently giving it momentum:


Parent to son/daughter familiarity with the team (Like or dislike)

Hours
of
watching
the
team  play,
hours
of
listening  to
commentators during and outside the game, hours of discussion
with family and friends (sometimes very heated and passionate)


Unfulfilled 
personal 
dreams
on 
several 
levels
vicariously
fantasized  and  observed  through  the
game  and  its
players.
(Athletic achievement, wealth, fame, popularity/attraction.)


Deep  emotions felt  during  wins and  losses  on  both  a personal
and group level.


The emotional  investment  made in following the  lives of the
players who go through ups and downs in their professional and
personal  lives which  in  turn  creates yet  another  avenue  for the 
fan to live vicariously through them.

Step Three - Boiling down your sentence of intent 

1:
Create the sentence of intent (Containing your goal or ambition).
In this case the goal is to avoid and remove unwanted interaction
with someone in  your  life. The sentence  of intent  I will  work  with  as an
example is:

STAY OUT OF MY WAY
2:
 Apply a method of dissolving/boiling the sentence down. In this example
I have decided to remove every vowel and every duplicate letter. While this is
one way to go about it, it is not the only way and finding your own or other
methods is encouraged strongly. Other ideas will be addressed later.

STAY OF MY WAY 

Becomes:   STAY OUT OF MY WAY 

Leaving us with this to work with: STFMW

3: Begin to combine the remaining letters into a symbol/glyph 
The letters STFMW were broke down manipulated into two symbols 

4: Draw and  combine  what  is left  freely and  with  the  use  of any device
artistic/symbolic or other as you wish 

The above symbols were then combined resulting in the following 

5:
I then continued to work with the symbol and came out with the end
result of 

This symbol is now ready to be charged.
Step Four - Charging the sigil

Once you have designed your sigil created it sits holding some of the energy 
drawn into it during the creation. This is the time to put some real heat on
(In) it, adding intensity to allow it a special place in your psyche. To make it
matter,  to  allow
it
to  be
burned/frozen
into  your  conscious
and
subconscious mind while stopping  the  internal  dialogue long enough  to 
embed the sigil. 

Charging  the sigil is also  the  point  where  you can chose to,  if  only for
moment take what you are doing and slow the observation of reality down.
Much  like frames  per  second  in  a movie, you  can purposely  go  from 50
frames to 100 or more.
An example of this occurring would be the detailed 
memory one has after a head on car crash or other world stopping incident. 
After such an event, many times the victim can remember very fine details of
the accident scene for a long time.

Charging the sigil can be as intense and intricate or as low key and boring as
you wish. What matters is if the ritual or method your chose has the ability to
imprint the  sigil in  your mind. Some simple methods of charging are  as
follows and descend from high intensity to low. They are to be done while
focusing on the desired sigil.

1.
Intense physical exertion (exercise, sex, work)

2.
Placing yourself in situations which induce fear and adrenaline

3.
Purposely placing one’s self in an intense or uncomfortable situation.
Doing  things
out  of
character  or
contrary  to  your
general 
lifestyle/personality/reality tunnel.

4.
Seeking experiences outside of your personal, cultural or moral norms 
(e.g. a football player taking ballet)

5.
Intense and detailed recall of memories (good or bad) with focus on
the energy evoked.

6.
Calm,  focused meditation upon  the  goal and  sigil (E.g.  Vispana/one
pointed meditation) or achievement, seeking what A.O. Spare referred 
to as a state of VACUITY. 

7.
Abstinence from some aspect of your life (Exercise, sex, pleasure)

8.
Attempting  to  visualize  or encounter  the  aspects of your  sigil  in  a
dream.

9.
Ritual (Social, Magical, Self-Created, etc.) 

10. Public Ceremony (e.g. graduation ceremony to empower a diploma)

11. Wank method as described by Grant Morrison in his article Pop Magic
from Disinformation: The Book of Lies. (Endnote 4)

12. Focus on sigil at a very low point or time of despair.(Endnote 5)

Specific Examples of Charging
1.
Create sigil and while focusing on it do an exercise called the 90/90/90
which involves sitting against a wall at a 90 degree angle with your knees
bent at a 90 degree angle for 90 seconds. 

2.
Create sigil and then embark on doing something you have never done 
before. This could  be as simple as taking a different  way  to  get 
somewhere  familiar  or involving yourself in  an  activity  you  would  not
normally do.  Penjak  Silat  instructor Herman  Suwanda advised  that
stepping off the  beaten  path  was very  important  to  ones  development 
and could be achieved by something as simple as simple as switching the
order  in  which  you  go  to  the  bathroom  (defecate before  urinating  or
vice versa).

3.
Create  sigil  and  later  in  the day  go  to  an  instructional class based  on 
White Magic.  Speak boldly about topics contrary to White Magic such
as anything related to what may be considered Black Magic (e.g. Church
of Satan  or Voodoo) and  see where  the conversation  goes. A similar
example would be to speak to a sports fan negatively about his favorite 
team. People in reality do this type of energizing all the time and use the
US vs.  THEM argument  to  re-establish  membership  in  their  tribal 
groupings. 

4.
Create  a state of mind  or  emotion  related to  your  sigil  by replicating
others who have sought out and achieved goals similar to your sentence
of intention. For example, if you are a mixed martial art competitor you 
would  study  the mindset  and  training attitudes of other  successful 
fighters and attempt a healthy replication of it. Watching training videos, 
fights and  interviews involving the  fighter  of your  choice an  making a
conscious attempts to replicate or model (Neurolinguistic Programming
style)  would  be a good  example. Fictional movies can  motivate  and
invoke the mindset needed and that is why films like Rocky (for boxers) 
and Vision Quest (for wrestlers) work well.

5.
Create your sigil and then get a massage. Focus on this sigil as long as
possible while doing so.  


A Second Method of Sigil Creation

AS DESCRIBED BY DISCORDION LEGIONAIRE KEOP72

STEP 1: Write out your statement of intent. 

STAY HEALTHY

STEP 2: Put all of the vowels at the end of the statement 

STHLTHAYEAY

STEP 3: Reverse the order 

YAEYAHTLHTS 

YAEYAHTLHTS Becomes 25-1-5-25-1-8-20-20-12-8-19

STEP 5: Put into Numerical Order 

1-1-5-8-8-12-19-20-20-25-25

STEP 6: Convert back to letters 

AAEHHLSTTYY

STEP 7: Place letters in a square grid. If you are left an uneven amount leave
empty space in grid.  

STEP 8:
 Chose a number corresponding to the number of squares you have
made either  vertically or horizontally. In  this case  the  number  is 4 taken 
from the  horizontal.  4  will  be the  number  of moves made on  the  grid to 
create the base form of the sigil. Now place a dark circle over any one of the
vowels in  the  grid.  From that  vowel draw a line to  the  consonant  of your
choice and place a dark circle over it. Again draw a line to the vowel of your
choice and place a dark circle over it. Finally draw a line to the next  vowel
and place a dark circle over it.  The symbol made by this process is the base
from which you can now work with. 

For and end result of: 

Base for sigil

The base for the sigil can then be used as is, cleaned up or developed from
this point as you wish or not considering the complete lack of rules required 
by the goddess Eris. This method is purposely ridiculous.


Anagram to Symbol Method

This method involves the use of anagrams which are changed into
symbols. The symbols are then combined to create a sigil.

Beginning with your statement of intent/desire:

Increased Cardio
Take your statement of intent and re-arrange it into an anagram.
You can do this on your own but to save time and have multiple
options it is easier to place the statement into an online anagram
generator (easily found and available on multiple sites). Increased
Cardio  when  placed into an anagram  generator  comes up  with
many variations. I chose:

NICER ACID ADORES
I then  took the anagram  and turned each word into  a related
symbol. In this case NICER became a smile, ACID became a + 
sign per the PH balance of acid, and ADORES easily transformed
into a heart.

A breakdown of a hypersigil

The Knight, Death and the Devil have been explained several ways and the
following is based on my recount of a lecture given by Dr Paul Whitsell. The
purpose of this is to explore what depth the picture has and the use of it as a
hypersigil.  This is only one of the many interpretations which exist. 

The Knight:  Battle worn  and  surrounded  by death,  evil and apathy
surround him yet he remains stern and solid facing forward riding onto
his fate.

The Horse is also aged and worn from combat but remains reliable

A dog  which  runs alongside the  knight  ever  faithful  representing the 
friends and family which stay with one through thick and thin. 

Death riding before the knight on a dying horse. Holding the hourglass
that counts the time until the knight’s eventual death. 

Headstone and nearby skull also signifying and reminding the knight of
the certainty of death before him. Headstone contains the initials of the 
artist and year of the piece.

The lizard  lying  beneath  the  horse  representing another  form  of evil
near the knight as he rides.

A pile of shit  which  the  knight’s horse  will  step  in  representing the
always present problems in the life of the knight.

The lance of the knight which is wrapped in animal fur. The tail/fur was
reported  to  leave more  humane wounds and  represents the  knight’s
mercy to his enemy.

The Devil standing near tempting the knight towards evil as he travels
along his path. The lance of the devil which is viciously barbed so that
once it  hooks you  it will keep  you and  injure  (Unlike  the  lance  of the
knight). 

The city off far in the distance which the knight protects but is not quite
able to live in.
It is far away and represents the  fact that it flourishes
and is protected by the knight while he remains outside of it surrounded 
by evil and in combat to do so.

This is but one of several interpretations of this sigil.

Creating a sigil/Charging Box

A sigil charging box is something which came about as the result
of using origami as a form of mediation.  

While folding an origami (or masu box) is not very hard to do, folding boxes
which are  visually appealing and geometric is a bit more challenging. While
folding countless boxes I began to see their possibly application for sigils and 
other aspects of magic.

I saw that  the  folds made in  the  creation  of an origami  box  made many
separated surfaces and segments which are later combined to make the final 
product.  These  segments (differing in  number  based  on  the  method  which
the  box  is folded)  and  surfaces were  observed  to  be excellent  places to 
combine various sigils and  related symbols with the  final  outcome  being  a
Sigil Device or Charging Box. 

APE OF THOTH BOX 

The charging box itself can be used for many things. Some examples are: 

A three dimensional log of your personal sigils 

A charging station for future sigils 

An altar or personal Puja (Hindu) 

Unfolded Sigil Box

The Sigil  Device/  Charging  Box  has been included  here  as an  example  of
taking the creation of sigils a bit further. To show how the use of sigils can
go in a more individual direction and evolve (or devolve). 

What to do with unused, old, no longer needed sigils

While the answer is: Whatever you want to do with them, a small
out take from the Hagakure might also shed light on this:

“In  the Kamigata area they have a sort of tiered lunch  box  they
use  for a single day  when  flower  viewing. Upon  returning,  they

away,
trampling
them  underfoot.

CHIR Hypersigil

Creating the Chapel of the Infinite Reader
(CHIR)
An Example of a Hypersigil Creation

The Chapel of the Infinite Reader is a hypersigil developed for the
invocation of a personal mindset I wished to create representing
times  of  intense or  enduring  study/reading. It  is positive  space
within my  own head. A  space filled with  creative intent  which
might  possibly  be  accessed through  the hyprsigil.
The idea was
first  hand drawn  and then  given to  a professional  artist  to  reinterpret and  complete. (See Appendix 2 for the  actual  hand 
drawn process.)

CHIR started with the culmination of eight influential authors in
my  life. Author’s whose work  in  the  past had  repeated positive
influence.


They are the following eight:   

1.
 Joseph Campbell (American mythologist, writer and
lecturer)

2.
J. Krishnamurti (Indian speaker and writer on
philosophical/spiritual topics)

3. Ram Dass (American contemporary spiritual teacher and
author)

4.
Alan Watts (Philosopher, writer, and speaker, best known 
as an interpreter and who popularized Eastern philosophy 
for a Western audience)

5. Aleister Crowley (Occultist, mystic, ceremonial magician,
poet and mountaineer, who was responsible for founding the 
religious philosophy of Thelema)

6. Charles Bukowski (Alcoholic, poet, novelist and short story 
writer)

7. Terence McKenna (Ethnobotanist, philosopher, psychonaut, 
researcher, teacher, lecturer, and writer)

8. Roy Eugene Davis (Teacher of Kriya Yoga, Yogi and author)

The center of CHIR contains the image of the Sri-Yantra.


The Sigils and their Creation

Symbol 1: Joseph Campbell 

Joseph Campbell was a prolific reader and autodidact. His work in
comparative  mythology  and the  structure of myth  is  without
comparison.
As  the
letters  of
the  sigil
involving
Joseph 
Campbell’s name began to  develop  I saw the letters  taking  the
shape of books  and went  with  it. The  final  sigil became  a view 
from above at books standing staggered next to each other.

Charging Symbol 1:

Considering the amount of reading involved in Joseph Campbell’s
life and study of various cultural myths and legends I decided to
study a group of people very foreign to myself and studied them 
for several weeks. I chose the Rastafarai (Rastafarian movement).
I read several books on the Rastafari culture and way of life. I also
watched the documentary  Roaring Lion which  gave  a concise 
history of the movement. I also spent one week with work radio
set  to  the  Sirius/XM  reggae  channel  THE  JOINT which  was
interesting because I generally don’t enjoy that style of music. One
result  of this study was  the  realization  that  the likelihood  of
running  into  a
true
Rastafarian
representative  in
Northern
America is unlikely. Despite  that  fact the  rastifarian  culture and
has had a very obvious effect on music, art and even to a degree
philosophy since its birth. This somewhat fell under the charging 
of the  Crowley  symbol as  well in  that  it  involved approaching
something very foreign to me.

Symbol 2: J. Krishnamurti
 

J.
Krishnamurti
was
a
speaker  and  writer  on  spiritual
and
philosophical
subjects.
His
work  covered
such 
topics
as
meditation, fear, the nature of man and psychological revolution.
As  a small  boy he  was  discovered by and raised  by  members of
the Theosophical Society to become world teacher. He eventually
rejected that  idea, disbanded the organization  involved in his
development and went on the rest of his life to teach and speak
publically on a number of topics.

While I was  boiling  the name  down  into  a sigil I saw  the lines
leading to simply into a stylized letter K and left it that way.

Charging symbol 2
Read more  of J. Krishnamurti’s  work. Make  an attempt  to
understand how it may or may not apply to my life. Also take into
account Krishnamurti’s rather unusual upbringing.

Symbol 3:
 Ram Dass


After  studying  Kriya  yoga for a short  time  I ran  again into  a
reoccurring name that I had seen for several years.
In the past I
would see the name Ram  Dass  or  a photograph  of him and
almost every time I would have a negative feeling. I would always
think “Who is this asshole?” and pass by any further inquiry.

Later I had began  listening to  a podcast called The  Duncan
Trussell Family Hour (Previously called The Lavender Hour) and
the host Duncan Trussell would continuously mention Ram Dass
and a book written by him titled Be Here Now. I read Be Here Now
and found that it explained yoga in a way that was much easier for
me  to grasp.
Amazingly  enough  Ram  Dass  lectures  became
available online (Be Here Now Podcast by with host Raghu Markus)
and I have been very influenced by his teachings since.

While working  with  his  name  and turning it  into  a sigil  form  I
manipulated the  remaining RMDS  into  what  in my  mind’s eye
looked like a snake in a basket. I then used that to form a snake
(kundalini energy?) rising from a basket.

Charging Symbol 3

Study  the Hanuman  Chalisa which  is a hymn  devoted  to the
Hindu  deity Hanuman. Devote  one entire meditation  session to 
focusing on Hanuman. Focus on and eventually understand why
saying the name Hanuman out loud is believed by some be able to
exorcise demons and ghosts.

Symbol 4: Alan Watts
 

British-born  writer and philosopher, Watts was  best known  for
interpreting 
and
making 
popular 
Eastern
philosophy 
and 
Buddhism  for a Western audience. I was  introduced  to  Watt’s
writing by a roommate and found The Book (On the Taboo Against
Knowing Who You are) to be intriguing.

For some reason while boiling down this sigil it began to take on
the shape of a snake similar to the sigil for used to represent Ram 
Dass.

Charging Symbol 4

I began  to  take  the  study  of Buddhism  seriously  and started to
attend a Buddhist temple to mediate. I made somewhat of a cold
call to a Buddhist Sri Lankan/Thai temple and was lucky enough
to  be met  by  very nice people  who  were  the caretakers of the
facility. The mediation sessions  began  with  long  sessions  of
chanting. The  attempt  to  follow  and chant  in the very foreign
language  alone
while
trying
not  to  babble  was
a
challenge.
Chanting is  followed  by meditation  focused on  the breath. This 
also  has  led to  considerable  study  of  Buddhist  teaching  and
Dharma.

In the process  of charging  this  symbol I read  many  different
articles 
on
Alan
Watts 
which
led
me 
to 
one 
by
Professor/Psychologist  Stanley  Krippner
titled
The  Psychedelic
Adventures of Alan Watts. The article included detailed elements of
Watts’ alcoholism near the end of his life and that he was even in 
the process of seeking help for it shortly before his death.

Symbol 5: Aleister Crowley
 

So  much has  been and can  be said about Aleister  Crowley. He 
held many infamous titles such as The Wickedest Man Alive, To
Mega Therion and the The Great Beast. Crowley left a very lasting
magical legacy and impression on society and human psychology.
The highs  and lows  of his life were  many, Chess master, expert
mountain
climber,
millionaire,
adventurer, 
prolific
writer,
magician, leader, prophet, publically  hated, financially  destitute
and heroin addict to name a few.

Multiple
accounts
of
his
life  by
biographers,
sycophants,
documentarians,
musicians,
psychonauts  and
the
press
have
painted very  intense and often dark  image.
His influence was
wide  spread and included a  Harvard psychologist, cult  leaders, a 
rocket scientist and slew of musicians.


In elementary school I began to read occult related material such
as  the Man, Myth  and Magic encyclopedia series. As  I read  more
and more occult  related material  I repeatedly ran  into accounts 
and sometimes enthralling  photographs of  Crowley. I did not
understand much of what I read at the time but found it usually
frightening. Over  the next  twenty years of reading and  research
my opinions of Crowley changed and I saw him as very complex,
both good and bad and possibly beyond dualism itself at times. I
may never full  understand the  man, his  work  or his  myth  but
consider much of his work influential and inspiring.

While working with Crowley’s name I began to form it into sun
rays and a variation of an Egyptian sun disk. Ending with the sun
disc as symbol emanating knowledge downwards.

Charging Symbol 5

I looked into the possibility of joining the nearest Ordo Temples
Orientalis  (Also  known  as  O.T.O.)  group near  my  home  town.
The O.T.O. appeared to be the most legitimate group surviving to
carry on Crowley’s work and teachings. After a bit of looking into
it  though  I ran  into a dead  end and stopped my  pursuit  of
membership. My attempt to join could only be described at best:
Half assed.

I decided that I would charge the symbol by learning to write out 
the law of  Thelema with  my  left hand. The results  were visually
interesting. I also read The Book of Law for the first time along with
the Concise Aleister Crowley by  Richard Kaczynski.


Symbol 6: Charles Bukowski 

Charles Bukowski was  very harsh  individual,  alcoholic and  a
prolific  writer.  He wrote numerous  poems, short  stories and
novels which delved into the dirty dark side of humanity, alcohol
and relationships. His stories and novels like Ham on Rye and Post
Office were unlike anything else I had read before in my early 20’s.
While I am personally uncertain how much of his work was based
on truth  or fiction,  his  writing had a very powerful  attitude  and
spoke many times for the enduring underdog.

When working  with  the letters in Charles Bukowski’s  name  I
decided that  because  he was  such  a buck  the system/underdog
type I would keep the vowels in his name to work with and wipe
out  all  the consonants. Remaining  was  AEIOU  which  was  then
formed into a defiant man standing bolding with his arms raised
in the air which seemed to deserve the name THE MAN WHO
WILL FIGHT.


Charging Symbol 6:

Contemplate  Charles Bukowski and  his  life.  Sell  my  remaining
Charles Bukowski  books  (Post Office, Ham on  Rye,  Women,  Hot 
Water  Music, Tales  of Ordinary  Madness)  and conclude  that  I had
enough of him and his writing. 

Symbol 7: Terrence McKenna
 

Terence  Mckenna  was  an  ethnobotoanist, explorer, psychonaut,
evolutionary  theorist, author  and lecturer. His lectures, many  of
which are available in several locations online cover a wide range
of
topics  including
history,
linguistics,  magic,
alchemy,
and 
psychedelic drug use. He is known for his novelty theory based on
the I Ching and which corresponded with the 2012 Mayan end of
the world (Which truly shit the bed in 2012 fortunately) and the
Stoned Ape theory of human  evolution. While many of  his
theories have been pointed out as flawed even by his own brother
Dennis McKenna, I have gained insight and information from his
lectures. Also the  almost hypnotic  pacing of his speech is unlike
anyone I have ever heard before. (Endnote 6)

While  working  with  his  name  the letters
seemed
to  work
themselves into a relatively simple symbol by changing the angles
of the letters. (Endnote 7)


Charging Symbol 7

This symbol  was  charged with the closest thing  to  psychedelic
experience  I could take  part  in  without the use  of  drugs, a
floatation  tank. I did one  hour  in a floatation tank and it  was  a
very  pleasant
experience.
During  the
sensory  deprivation
I
observed images of animals, heard random and sometimes not so
random sounds, conversations and music and an intense moment 
of contemplation regarding the nature of fear and anger. I exited
the tank feeling very refreshed and with a deep relaxation which
almost brought me to tears.

Symbol 8: Roy Eugene Davis
 

Roy Eugene
Davis  is  a
spiritual  teacher in
the Kriya Yoga
tradition and was ordained by Paramahansa Yogananda. Davis has
taught  Kriya Yoga for  over  60  years  and heads  the  Center  For
Spiritual Awareness. He has also published a multitude of books
on Kriya  Yoga which  have  been  translated into  10  different
languages. Davis’s system of yoga was the first in which I began
to meditate in and have a great respect for it.

Appendix 1: Examples of Methods Used to
Change State of Mind

All the following have been used or tried by the author. They are
not for everyone and the author would like you to consider them
for information purposes only.

Taoist Yoga Inner Smile
This technique  is very  simple  and falls  almost  under  the
category of sympathetic magic. It is very simple to do and it
works. It is a great way to get into a positive state of mind
and body.

To complete  the inner  smile find a comfortable place or
anywhere you  will  not  be bothered and begin to  smile.
Attempt  to  make
the
smile  as  sincere
as
possible.
Sometimes the mere act of beginning to do the Inner Smile
seems  so  silly  that  you  will  find  that  you  are  legitimately
smiling.  You  then imagine  the  energy  and the warmth
generated by the smile traveling down into your chest and
organs.

For more information on detailed methods look for almost
any book of Taoist exercises by Mantak Chia and you will
find more instruction on the Inner Smile (Usually near the
front) or get his complete book on the subject.

Cleaning you house, room or apartment

Depending on your general hygiene and upkeep of your living
quarters this activity could mean a lot or very little. As above,
so below. The living quarters or area where you work is a small
reflection of your  inner  state  of mind. Changing  a dirty,
disorganized  area  into  one of order  is not  only a way  to
energize and calm your mind (aka banish unwanted elements)
but also a good way to put other elements of your life in order.

Russian coldwater dousing

During my  study of the Russian  martial  art  Systema I came
across the practice of cold water dowsing. The practitioners of
systema claimed that dowsing  (i.e. dumping a bucket  of cold
water over your head and body) twice a day had many health
benefits. I practiced the dowsing  once  or twice a day  for
almost a year straight. It was possibly one of the hardest things
I have ever done on a daily basis.  Each and every time I found
myself in the backyard  or tub with  a bucket  of cold  water
about to go over my head I was as hesitant as the first time to
dump it over myself. While I cannot make any claims as to the
health benefits of the cold water dowsing I can tell you that for
me it was very energizing. The rush from the cold water woke
my body up in a way that can only be experienced and I was
always  much more  alert  afterwards.
In  retrospect  I felt  the
dowsing  made  me  more  alert  during  the  8-9  months  I did it
consistently. Be  it  the  placebo effect, the feeling  of doing
something  that  your
body
100%
rejects
the
idea
of,
or
something much deeper it seemed to have a profound ability
to change my state of mind.

Take a look at Vladamir Vasiliev’s book on Russian Systema. It is
radically different that most martial arts and cold water dowsing is
one of many strange elements in that system of martial arts.

Doing something stupid/incredibly childish

If  you  are  reading this  book  I am  sure  you  are  aware  of  many
ways  to  do  this. This can  be done  alone  or in public  (which is
much braver and packs more heat generally). One example which
requires a partner and is a 100% guarantee to change your state to
one  of  laughter  is the following. It  is powerful  when done  with
the right person and possibly even reading about it will work. It is:


The Snack Game
This can  be done  solo  or with  two  or more  people.  One person  begins by
saying  the  name  of a snack or desert  in  a death  metal/growling voice.
Imagine the  Cookie Monster  saying  “Cookies”  for example. The other
person or people in the group then have to keep the game going by coming
up  with  new snacks and  then  take  turns stating them  one  at  a time  in  the
same deep growly voice. Increased accent can be given to the voice and the
food items used can be limitless.  While this might sound incredibly stupid
(Because it truly is) with the right person/group you may end up tears. Right 
this moment as you read this say “Cupcakes” in the growly voice and see. 

Voluntary Silence
Being quiet is an act so simple, yet so hard to do.  While it is unlikely anyone 
reading this book is willing to take a vow of silence on the level of a monk 
even  a few hours can  be mind  changing.  Words are  the most  basic tools
involved  in  life  or magic (i.e. brain  change willed) and  shutting down your
stream  of generally freely flowing verbiage is one way to  control  the  self.
Buckminster Fuller, one of the most influential American thinkers and writer
of the  twentieth  century  refused  to  talk  for  over  a year  as a form  of
meditation and way to study words as tools.  

6. Wolverine Walking/Contrarian Walking.
Wolverines in  the  wild  will  pick  a direction  of travel  and  go  regardless of
what obstacles stand before them. The human example would be to pick a
direction  and  within  your  limits go  in  as straight  of a line as possible by
walking through over and around whatever is in your way.

Contrarian walking simply involves not walking where people are  supposed 
to or have been conditioned to walk. Not using sidewalks, pathways even if
just  a few feet  off the beaten  path. Walking  like this for certain  time  or
extended period must be experienced for its value to be best understood. 

Power Posing 

standing with your hands in the air as if you
have just  won  something and  standing  with
your hands on your hips like a super hero. A 
simple online search of “Amy Cuddy Power
Posing”  will  put  you  in  touch  with  a very
detailed description/video of this method.
This method is easy and  according to  Harvard 
Professor Amy Cuddy can prepare you for intense
social  situations by increasing your  testosterone 
and  lowering your  cortisol  levels (stress).  Power
posing
involves
standing  in  specific  poses  for
approximately
2  minutes.  These
are  dominate 
poses and include
